Yogeçvara: So then we should begin our rural communities like New Vrindaban, and then by training up people in the cities, we can send them gradually...
Prabhupäda: There will be no city. We don't want cities.

Bhagavän: What about our city temples?
Prabhupäda: No, no. For the time it may go on. But as we make progress, there will be no necessity. City means... For the present we have got. Because the city is there, we are there. But suppose the city is closed. We shall be there? If the city is closed, you still will be there?

Yogeçvara: But we can predict that the cities will go on for quite some time.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it will go on, but when they will see that your ideal community is better than city life, people will take to it. Paraà dåñövä nivartate. When one gets a better standard of life, naturally he will give up the lower standard of life.

Dhanaïjaya: But won't the countryside be spoiled if there is an atomic war?

Prabhupäda: Yes. The what is called...?                        

Dhanaïjaya: Radioactivity.
Prabhupäda: By atomic bomb... What is that? The... It says in your country, that you divide the city. I just forget.          Yogeçvara: The result of the bomb?
Prabhupäda: Bomb will be utilized where there are big materialistic persons. Bombs are never thrown in the village.

Bhagavän: The bombs will be thrown in the big cities where the industry is.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.          

Yogeçvara: The targets will be the cities.
Prabhupäda: Yes. They will be finished first. The bombs are never used at the villages. Downtown, downtown. (laughter) The downtown will be first finished. I have got experience during the last war. The bombs were being thrown in Calcutta and almost all the bombs were thrown in downtown.

Most unnatural life. City life, most unnatural.

Morning Walk                               May 15, 1975, Perth

Prabhupäda: This man is unemployed, and if we engaged him for plowing, will he do that?

Paramahaàsa: I don't think so. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Amogha: That's too hard, that's work. "We don't want to work like that, we just want some easy job."

Prabhupäda: Then you suffer.
Çrutakérti: That would mean they had to leave the city. They don't want to leave 

the city.
Prabhupäda:                                 Then go to hell***. 
Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, we received news yesterday that one man in northern New South Wales is willing to sell us a farm, a great big farm out there in the southern tropics. Would this be a good place for engaging boys like the Indian, the Indian boy that came yesterday?
Prabhupäda: Yes. Our next program is to organize farming. Let anyone come. We shall give him free food and employment: "Come on." Not that "I want to work as a clerk in the city." “A Great Transcensental Adventure” by Kurma Prabhu

On his walk in King’s Park, Çréla Prabhupäda spoke about the unemployed Indian boy who had visited him the previous night. “This man is unemployed and if we engage him for ploughing, will he do that?”

Paramahaàsa said that he didn’t think so. 

Prabhupäda laughed. “Just see—therefore, there must be division of job. That is cätur-varëyaà mayä såñtaà. He’s a çüdrä. 

He does not want to produce his own food.
If you give him some salary, then he will be satisfied. And then he will work with plough also. If you give him salary, he will accept that.”

Jayadharma brought up some recent news. “Çréla Prabhupäda, we received information yesterday that one man in northern New South Wales is willing to sell us a farm, a great big farm out there in the southern tropics. Would this be a good place for engaging people like the Indian boy who came yesterday?”

Prabhupäda described future farming projects. “Yes, our next program is to organise farming. Let anyone come. We shall give him free food and employment: ‘Come on’. Not that ‘I want to work as a clerk in the city’. You produce your own food. I give you ingredients. I give you land. And work for five, six hours, and take your food and chant Hare Kåñëa.”

Jayadharma wondered if everybody who came to the farm had to agree to follow the four regulative principles. Prabhupäda’s answer was clear. 

“Yes, otherwise he cannot come.

Nityänanda: Yes, at least three. People here in the country, they have lots of land, and they can grow the sugarcane very easily, but they will rather go to the store to buy the sugar.

Prabhupäda: Because they want to live in the city. That is the... Here if they grow, then they will be engaged here. They cannot go to the city.

Arrival at farm                                  July 29, 1976, Paris                                                            

Prabhupäda: So I am very glad to see you again in this village.                                    Devotees: Haribol!

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. It was the prediction of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu that in every village, in every town on the surface of the globe, there will be preaching of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's name and the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. It is to be translated? (translator translates into French) So by your transcendental endeavor it is being fulfilled, otherwise who expected that in this remote village of France, Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra would be chanted? When Caitanya Mahäprabhu said in every village, in every town, he did not mean that every village and every town in India. He specifically says påthivéte, means on the surface of the globe. So the purpose is that without spreading of this Kåñëa consciousness movement, nobody can become happy. That's a fact… 

The opportunity of human form of life

is systematically being refused by the modern civilization.
July 31, 1976, Paris

Prabhupäda: Organize it and keep hundreds of books. They will live peacefully.         

But don't entangle in sinful activities.
Then it will be all right. Such a nice place.

The city residents cannot imagine.
What a nonsense life--clubs, slaughterhouse, gambling places, drinking house. 

This is like hell.
Try to save people from this hellish condition of life, without any knowledge, like animals.

And nature therefore creates a wholesale slaughterhouse in war, to cut throat all--finished. Many millions and millions are finished. From 1914 to 1950, how many years?                                     

Harikeça: Thirty-six.

Prabhupäda: Within thirty-six years there were two big wars, slaughter. Especially Europe. Nature will create. Pestilence. Somewhere there is pestilence, somewhere there is war, somewhere there is scarcity of food. But you cannot indulge in sinful activities. Then you'll be killed. Then nature's law will act. You may defy, that's your business, but nature will act in her own way. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä.You cannot surpass. That is not possible. But they are foolish, they are trying to conquer over nature by their so-called scientific knowledge. They are such a rascal. You change the color of this fruit and flower, conquer over nature. So rascal, they talk rascal, "It will take millions of years." We have to wait million. "Yes, from chemical we shall bring life. Wait million of years." This is going on. And for such thing, big building, laboratory, research, scientific research. Big, big signboard. And the students out of disappointment, going to the roof and falling down, committing suicide. I saw it?            

Harikeça: Berkeley.

Prabhupäda: Berkeley. Very horrible condition. 

Let them do whatever they like, 

you live apart from them.

Live peacefully in Kåñëa consciousness. 

Be happy.

Let these cats and dogs go to hell; what can be done?
We are trying to educate them as far as possible, but if they do not take it, that is their business. We are doing our duty, going door to door, 

"Read these books. If you like, you can come and live with us."
What we can do more?

We do not make any condition, that if you live with us you have to fulfill. 

Of course, the condition is that you should not act sinfully.

That is the first condition.

But we never say that you have to pay so many dollars. 

Come. Whatever little food we have got, we shall share. So try to understand the importance of this movement. Kåñëa is giving us. This is a first-class place. You can develop it into a Vaikuëöha. It is already Vaikuëöha, Kåñëa is there. But develop it very nicely, peacefully live. Hundreds of miles away from the hellish cities. For little conveyance we can have bullock carts, when we have to get, transport. Very peaceful life. Introduce it and live peacefully. Am I right or wrong?

Devotee: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: These farming projects therefore I introduced, New Vrindaban, it is successful; Philadelphia, it is going on nicely; New Orleans; here also. In London we haven't got much land, but still we have got sufficient land.

Prabhupäda: Friday, that is also. Harer näma, harer näma. Everyone is happy, the children, the woman. They don't demand anything, that "Give us this, give us that." They have simplified, automatically they have simplified their life. And gradually develop, make little cottages, grow little vegetable, little barley or wheat and milk. That is sufficient. We don't require much. We don't want luxury. We want just to subsist. Yavad artha prayojana. We hate the idea of luxury, unnecessary. Do the outsider come to see? Yes?        

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What do they say?                       

Bhagavän: They are impressed with how much we have done.

Prabhupäda: They will be more and more impressed. What is this city life? In Paris, simply to fulfill the necessities of life, a professional prostitute, so many. And people from all over the world, they come here for indulge in prostitute. From our childhood we know. What a civilization they have made. Spoiling the life. Then, after finish this life, you just become a cat, a dog, or a tree and stand up. And all other planets are vacant. Simply this planet is filled up, overpopulation. Kill them. Why not send there? So vacant land. (laughter) "That we cannot do." Then what is your scientific research? "Yes, we are trying. Wait millions of years." (laughter) These bluffing rascals. Don't be misled. Live peacefully here, chant Hare Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: We're not only chanting, we are giving them work. We are trying to become self-sufficient, the same idea of Gandhi's village organization, so they may not come out from the village. They'll be satisfied, village economics. That we are doing.

Prabhupäda: No, in America. We have got farms like this. They are very successful. They are eating fresh vegetables, fresh grains and milk, and chanting. The temple is there. They have left the city life. So I want to organize that here also. We have already one in Navadvépa. The devotees are there. 

They are having their 

own cloth,  own food,  own milk,  residence, 

and chanting. That's all.
Room Conversation with Life Member, Mr. Malhotra       December 22, 1976, Poona

Prabhupäda: ...live peacefully, save time, and chant Hare Kåñëa. This is my mission.
Mr. Malhotra: The requirement of every human being is...         

Prabhupäda: Very simple.

Mr. Malhotra: Very simple. But all these, you know these added added, added.

Prabhupäda: That is asurika. To increase artificially necessities of life.

And become entangled.

Room Conversation     August 3, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

Our purpose will be served anywhere.
Prabhupäda: But it doesn't matter. Our purpose will be served anywhere. So, try to concentrate in this village organization life. Full of anxieties, city life.
Morning Walk and Room Conversation            August 9, 1976, Tehran

Therefore from the very beginning you'll find so nice philosophy, literature, but you won't find the modernized economic development. Big, big house, big, big road, no. There was no such attempt. 

Hari-çauri: They're not interested in increasing the unnecessary items.

Prabhupäda: That's it. Why? If there is already sufficient supply of my necessities of life, why shall I waste my time? They knew how to utilize time.

Room Conversation with Devotees      August 1, 1975, New Orleans

This is Våndävana. There is no need and I don't find in Bhägavata big factory and slaughterhouse, no. Nothing. The whole atmosphere is surcharged with sinful life. How people will be happy? Now they are coming to crimes and hippies and so many things, problems, diplomacy, CIA and what other? 

So many unnecessary waste of energy, time, and money. Vicious condition.

Better give up city.

 Make Våndävana, like this. 

City life is abominable.

If you don't live in the city, you don't require petrol, motor car. It is no use.

They may criticize that "You are going to the farm in a car." So for the time being, there is no vehicle. Otherwise bullock cart—where is the difficulty? Suppose you are coming, one hour, and it takes one day. And if you are satisfied, such life, there is no question of moving. Maybe local moving, from this village to that village. That is sufficient, bullock carts. Why motor car? Drive here and park problem. Not only park problem, there are so many things. There are three thousand parts, motor car. You have to produce them, big factory.                                    

Satsvarüpa: Insurance.

Prabhupäda: Insur... So much! Everyone is being (indistinct). We do not decry, but we point out, "In this way our valuable time of life is being wasted." They say it is primitive life, but it is peaceful life. We want peaceful life and save time for Kåñëa consciousness. That is not primitive. That is intelligent life.

Morning Walk August 12, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: ...I'm feeling nice here. There is open air and grass.
Morning Walk October 16, 1975, Johannesburg

Now, suppose that here is open field. There is... We are walking very nicely. And the downtown, congested city, that is not very nice. So at least, if I don't spoil my energy to make the place uncomfortable, if I save my energy and chant Hare Kåñëa in this open field, that is intelligence or that is intelligent? Which is intelligent? We are also going to die. That's all right. But we are going to die like intelligent person, not like cats and dogs. That is the difference.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The argument is, though, that everyone has to work because they have to feed themselves and they have to...

Prabhupäda: Yes. We are working. We are not sitting idle. Now, for our food,

if we just get some food by plowing some land for the animal, cows, and for me, and
the cow is giving me milk, the tree are giving me fruit, 

why shall I work so hard?
The business of dogs and hogs, whole day and night simply working for getting food and sense gratification? That is not civilization.

Live peacefully, get your nice food,

 and save time to advance in spiritual life.

This is civilization.
And simply for little comfort for a few years I have wasted my time in so many humbug comforts. Actually that is... What is this comfort of the skyscraper building? I think it is a mechanical prison... matchbox.

Puñöa Kåñëa: You said last night that without electricity it would be hell.

Prabhupäda: It is hell…And we are creating this hell.

(Ed: in Mayapur,Vrndavana and farms)
The Ultimatum                          January 21, 1977  

Prabhupäda: And besides that, if we concentrate in farm project there will be no need of exchange, because I'll be satisfied with my products. That's all. There is no need of exchange. Whatever I need, I get in my farm.
Rämeçvara: Weaving, cloth.

Prabhupäda: Everything I get. So I haven't got to go outside for exchange. If you are satisfied in your farm--I am satisfied--then where is question of exchange? There is no need of artificial... So this banking, "fanking," everything will collapse automatically. There is no money, who is going to keep money in the bank?                                             

Hari-çauri: Who needs it?

Prabhupäda: (laughs) So this artificial way of banking, that will be also collapsed.

Hari-çauri: This is revolutionary.   

Rämeçvara: It's very hard for the mind to...

Prabhupäda: No, simply do this.

Rämeçvara: Such a dramatic transformation of society.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Whatever it may be... 

We should be satisfied locally by our food, by our cloth,

by our milk. 

That's all.

Let the whole world go to hell.We don't care. 

If you want to save yourself also, you do this.
Here is an example. If you want artificial life, city life, and hellish life, you do. But we shall live like this. This is the ideal life.

Hari-çauri: But still, we're going out to attract people to come to our life-style.     

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Hari-çauri: We're still going out to attract people to come and live like us.            

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Well, even more than that, we know that we have the secret to real life, so it's our duty to actually... Just like you say...

Prabhupäda: That is preaching. That is preaching.

Rämeçvara: ...the surgeon, he must cut.                                                                   

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: The doctor must...                                                                                 

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: ...save the patient. It's his duty.

Prabhupäda: No artificial dealing. Purge out.

Hari-çauri: When one actually has the power, he can do that.                                 

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: So by our preaching now, we have to try and establish a Kåñëa consciousness government first through the democratic system.

Rämeçvara: You said, "Think in terms of the whole world, not just one nation. That is our preaching." So you are training us to think very big, global.

Prabhupäda: We keep the ideal style of life. YOU LEARN AND DO IT. I am not encroaching upon your independence, but IF YOU WANT TO BE HAPPY, you follow. This is our process. Äpani äcäré prabhu jéveri çikñäya. You be happy, very ideally, and people will learn. But this can be possible only on the basis of Kåñëa consciousness. If you make minus Kåñëa consciousness this thing, it will never be possible. Then it will not be possible. All these scheme will be successful if there is Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: And therefore I'm asking. Potential is wonderful, so why they are not attracted to live in the farm and be self-independent and chant Hare Kåñëa? That is our farm project. Our farm project is they should be satisfied with simple living. That is nice living. If you get milk, if you get fruit, if you get grain and open air, it is very healthy life. Why they should not be attracted?

Yogeçvara: It is still the beginning, and because it's the beginning, it is a little difficult sometimes.

Prabhupäda: That may be. But this should be our aim. 

We should not be attracted by

 the modern city life.
Simplified life. Save time and utilize for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness. 

That is perfect life.

Just like Våndävana.
Våndävana life means agriculturist, cowherd boys, uneducated girls, cows and calves, and tree, fruits. This is Våndävana. The center is Kåñëa. 

Yogeçvara: Simple living.

Prabhupäda: But they are the topmost devotees. These (chuckling) uneducated, 

without any town life, cow-men, they are Kåñëa's best friend. Unsophisticated, no education, but love intense--that is perfect. That attracted Kåñëa more. Våndävanaà parityajya na padam ekaà na kartavya... Kåñëa is so much attached to Våndävana that He goes nowhere... What is that? They are not educated girls, up-to-date fashion, (indistinct) or nothing. Crude. As soon as there was blowing of the flute, immediately they began to run towards Kåñëa. Somebody is taking care of children, somebody is engaged in boiling milk, and somebody was even lying down with her husband. Still, immediately... Very crude, unsophisticated, but intense love for Kåñëa--that is Våndävana. We want to introduce this farm project means intense love for Kåñëa. And other things--very simple: little milk, little food grain, little vegetable, that's all. And that is very nice. If you get fresh vegetable, fresh milk, and food grain, what do you want more? And from milk you can prepare so many nice preparations, unlimited number, all very palatable, sweet. This civilization we want to introduce, not so-called rascal civilization and become implicated in this cycle of birth and death. This is not civilization. This is killing civilization. Human being got the opportunity to get out of these clutches of birth and death. They do not understand. They're so rascal, they do not understand how they are implicated in this cycle of birth and death, nor they do take it seriously, that this is the problem, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam. They are so blind rascals, they do not see that this is real suffering. They do not know it. Simply theorizing, making plan, and they do not know what is the suffering. Such a rascal civilization. 

So we have to introduce real civilization. 

Therefore we are struggling so hard. 
So make in such a way.
Conversation on Roof         February 14, 1977, Mäyäpura

And who cared for city life in those days? Nobody.
Everyone was satisfied in village. General people, they would not come to city. Only servant class. What business they have got from the city? Because their main income from the field, kåñi-go-rakñya. What they have got to do with the city? In the city, big, big zamindars, personally they had nothing to do. They are managers and sircars(?) were collecting money. That's all. And their extra money, they're constructing Öhäkura Badhi,(?) temple, just like that Mullick's Öhäkura Badhi, and festival going on. That was aristocracy. They devoted their money for Kåñëa consciousness.

Morning Talk                       April 25, 1977, Bombay

My, this farming program, theoretically there is no comparison. 
But practically people are accustomed in different way. To bring them to the program it will take some time. Otherwise my program is

Have your own food grown. Keep cows. Have your own crops.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That goes for all over the world.

Prabhupäda: Don't go to the city. That is my determination. The hellish city.

Therefore, what they will do? Naturally they will send to slaughterhouse. But we are not going to send to the slaughterhouse. Then what we will do? They must be utilized. Otherwise simply for growing food that the cows and bulls we engage ourself? You are already feeling burden because there are so many bull calves. You were asking me, "What we shall do with so many bulls?"

Nityänanda: Well, when they grow up we will train them as oxen.  

Prabhupäda: No, what the oxen will do?

Nityänanda: Plow the fields.

Prabhupada: Yes. That is wanted. Transport, plowing fields.That is wanted.

And unless our men are trained up, Kåñëa conscious, they will think,

"What is the use of taking care of the plows (cows)?

Better go to the city, earn money and eat them."

So still, we have to do our business. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu has advised that "Be humbler than the grass." The grass, we are trampling over the grass; there is no protest—"All right, go on." And tåëäd api sunécena taror api sahiñ... And trees, very tolerant. You cut the tree, it will not protest. So you take fruits, flowers from the tree. Take all advantages and again cut. Just like they are taking last drop of milk from the cow and after exacting everything, then send to the slaughterhouse. So the whole world is engaged in sinful activities. You cannot expect from them any concession for Kåñëa consciousness. That is not possible. Therefore we have to become humbler, tolerant, because real Kåñëa consciousness means good-bye to this material world…

People, conditioned soul, means they have forgotten Kåñëa, and they are suffering, that's a fact. Tri-täpa yantana, adhibhautika. But because they are illusioned, they are thinking, "We are enjoying." This is called illusion. They are suffering, working day and night like an ass, and still, he's thinking that he's very happy. But he does not know that there is a life where there is no such thing as to work hard. So when people live simple life, the luxuries will no more be required…As soon as people will be devotee, they will not require unnecessary things. You create unnecessary needs of life, and then there is competition, there is hellish life, the factory, and then the factory man requires wine to forget his hard labor, so on, so on. Then he become thieves. He become rogues. This is your society. How you can expect peace?

Prabhupäda: That's it, only solution.

They come here on the weekdays, and then fly away, go away. You see? We are giving such nice room, but they will not live here. They will go to the hubble-bubble of the city. They like to come here. Therefore they spend so much money for gas and come here. But because they are not accustomed, they go back again. 

Return ticket. From hell to heaven, and again hell (laughter)          

Return ticket-coming back to hell again, not going back to God.

Morning Walk                        May 22, 1975, Melbourne

Devotee 4: Çréla Prabhupäda, what is the advantage of going to India, to Våndävana?       

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Devotee 4: What is the advantage of going...

Prabhupäda: To get impetus to go back to home, back to Godhead. To come to Australia we get impetus to go to hell. (laughter) [break] 

Hell means anywhere where material happiness is given more importance.
Mahat-seväà dvä r a m ähur vimuktes tamo-dväraà yoñitäà saìgi... In the western countries and..., they are simply busy in sense gratification. So that is the way of hell.
Garden Discussion on Bhagavad-gétä Chapter 16, June 26, 1976, New Vrindaban

Puñöa Kåñëa: It seems almost like a contradiction in one sense, that prabhavanti, that they flourish and at the same time, ksayaya.

Prabhupäda: Prabhavanty, materially, materially. Just like when you go to a modern city and say, "Oh, how developed," prabhavanty. But what kind of prabhavanty? That is next word, jagato 'hitäù, to destroy this world. So their prabhavanty in the opposite direction. That is not prabhavanty actually. Prabhavanty in the material sense, but what is the purpose, what is the end? Jagato 'hitäù. There are two kinds of progress, to hell, to heaven.

Hari-çauri: Fifty years ago they were thinking it was progress to build big skyscrapers; now it's so hellish in the cities, everybody is moving out.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Actually, when there are so many skyscraper buildings, it is hell. The natural air is obstructed. In Bombay you'll see. If you are in the top floor you have got little facility; in the lower floor it is hell. If there are several skyscraper building, in the first floor, second floor, it is simply hell. No air. Simply you have to run on this electric fan. You cannot see the sky. Therefore it is meant skyscraper? What is scraper? What is the meaning?

Hari-çauri: It touches, touching the sky.

Prabhupäda: So you have touched the sky in such a way I cannot see even. (laughs) This is the result. You demon, you have captured the sky, so I have no opportunity to see even. Always electric light. Now we see the sky, the sun, how nice it is. This is life. Green, down and up, clear sky, sun, this is life. We get rejuvenation in this atmosphere. What is this nonsense, all skyscraper building, no air, no light? Jagato 'hitäù. The mind becomes crippled, the health becomes deteriorated, children cannot see even the sky, everything is spoiled.

Kulädri: Every day in the city they make a report, pollution report. And they say you should go outside or not go outside. Some days it is not good for your health to leave your home.

Devotee : They are also selling fresh air, Prabhupäda.  

Prabhupäda: Fresh air? (laughter) Fresh water, also.
Hari-çauri: In Tokyo there are special machines you can get air, clean water.

Prabhupäda: Fresh, by cleaning the urine? Now they are doing that. Fresh water by cleaning urine. Fat derived from stool. Yes, German people did it. Scientifically. You can use it with butter very nicely on your bread. This is going on.

Puñöa Kåñëa: [break] ...there's a God, then they won't be making so many materialistic arrangements.

Prabhupäda: You don't require it. [break] ...so many materialistic improvements, we require open field like this. We require trees. That is nature's gift. Although we have got this car, we come here to take advantage of nature's gift. Why you have come here? The city was there. I don't like. So actually you enjoy nature's gift. Important persons, they work whole week in the city, and as soon as there is weekend they go to the village. Why? The enjoyment is in the village. They do not like to stay in the factory. It is disgusting. [break]

Morning Walk                December 11, 1973, Los Angeles

Household life or in city life we should not be extravagant, unnecessarily eating, unnecessarily enjoying. No, that is not the... One man's food, another man's poison. We must know this philosophy.

Pradyumna: Translation: "All these cities and villages are flourishing in all respects because the herbs and grains are in abundance, the trees are full of fruits, the rivers are flowing, the hills are full of minerals and the oceans full of wealth. And this is all due to Your glancing over them."

Prabhupäda: 

ime jana-padäù svåddhäù supakvauñadhi-vérudhaù

vanädri-nady-udanvanto hy edhante tava vékñitaiù

So here is very nice description how we can materially become happy. These are all description of material happiness, svåddhäù, very flourished…. So how it is flourished? Now, supakvauñadhi-vérudhaù. The herbs and plants and trees and creepers, they are all luxuriously grown and sufficiently supply the needs of the human being. Every plant and creeper is useful for human being. We do not know how to use them. Experienced men, they collect so many auñadhi. Vanauñadhi, latä loke jäyate paramaà hitam. We are neglecting these herbs and vegetables, but because we do not know how to use them, we have to meet so much bill of the doctors. But there are everything complete...()

...So if we want to be happy, these things are required. What is that? Ime jana-padäù svåddhäù…

So anyway, we should be eager to become happy even in the cities and towns with the help of these things: auñadhi-vérudhaù, then forests, adri, nadé. Nadé means not dirty nadé. Very clear water and waves are flowing. By the modern civilization I have seen so many rivers in Europe, in Paris, in Moscow and in Germany. All rivers are very, very dirty. Very, very dirty. You cannot take bath, what to speak of drinking water. So dirty due to this rascal industry. Even in our New York, the bays and the seas they're also polluted. All dirty things are there. How long the water will be clear? No. The rivers, at least the rivers, in the city, they should be kept very clean. But they cannot keep clean because they have got so many dirty activities, enterprises, mills and factories. So in Calcutta also, the... There are so many jute mills and factories on the riverside. All the night soil, they are thrown into the Ganges. So still the Ganges is so powerful that it keeps clear. Hundreds and thousands people, still they take bath in the Ganges, and they keep very good health, those who are taking bath regularly in the Ganges. And cities and towns, there must be a river. In India, you'll find, all the important cities in India, they are on the bank of the Ganges, on the bank of the Yamunä, on the bank of the Narmadä, Kåñëä, Käveré, like that, all the important cities. And Cäëakya Paëòita says that "Don't go to a town and city where there is no river and where there is no friend and there is no temple. Don't go to that city. If there is no river, no friend and no temple, then that is... A great city is a great forest." So that is forbidden.

So we should be happy with these things. Cities and towns does not mean big, big slaughterhouse, cinema, brothel, and factories and all dirty things. Here it is not mentioned. Here Kuntédevé says, ime jana-padäù svåddhäù supakvauñadhi-vérudhaù [SB 1.8.40]. He never... She never said that "These towns and cities are flourishing on account of having so many industries, slaughterhouse, brothels, cinema, clubs, nightclubs." Not like that. There was no such thing in those days. These are modern inventions to make the whole world hellish. Otherwise people would be... If you want to be rich, then you can get riches... Wherefrom? Vanädri-nady-udanvantaù. From seas, from river, from hills. You can get valuable jewels, gems, pearls, from these natural sources. So India's wealth, formerly, it was depending on these things: gold, silver, jewels, pearls, silk—not industry. And from the forest, from the herbs, from food grains—all natural products. So from the river... The saintly persons, they depended mostly on the riverside. Anywhere they will put a cottage on the river... Still that is going on. A saintly person, if he wants to remain in a secluded place, so they select any place on the riverside, have a small cottage. Still you'll find in many places, especially on the bank of the Ganges, Narmadä, Godävaré, Käveré. There are many saintly persons, especially on the bank of Yamunä and Ganges. If you go to Allahabad, you'll find they are living very peacefully, a small cottage on the bank of the Ganges.

When Närada Muni made the hunter a disciple, so he dragged him to the riverside, Ganges, and gave him a tulasé plant, that: "You sit down here and chant Hare Kåñëa mantra. And the tulasé plant is here. You offer obeisances." Then he was very much anxious because he was hunter. He has been stopped, his main business, killing business. So he was thinking that "My Guru Mahäräja may not cheat me. He has stopped my business. He has broken my bows and arrows. And now he has dragged me here to sit down and chant Hare Kåñëa." Then he asked, "What about my food, sir? I'll sit down here or..." Närada Muni assured him that "Don't bother. I'll send you your food. You sit down here. You chant, and I will send your food." So he was little doubtful. Anyway, this news, as soon as the news spread in the neighboring places that "A hunter has become a Vaiñëava," so out of curiosity, people used to come to see the hunter-Vaiñëava. The hunter... When one is Vaiñëava, he's no longer a hunter or belonging to the any caste. But people used to say "the hunter-Vaiñëava."

So it is the custom of gåhasthas that when a gåhastha goes to see a saintly person, he should bring some gifts. Never mind however insignificant is. At least one palmful of rice or òäl or ätara, put there. Give something. If one comes to the temple... Here are many temples in India still. People come there with... One who hasn't got many things, but he brings one palmful of ätara or rice or òäl. This is useful. And in the temple there are three pots. They put òäl in the òäl, ätara in the ätara, and rice in the rice. So in this way the inmates of the temple, they can live without going outside. But people have lost such habit. They come empty-handed—"darçana"—that "I'll not give you anything, but you are a saintly person. Give me darçana, and give me your äçirväda, and then I enjoy my senses. That's all. Nothing to give you, but you give me your äçirväda. You give me the dust of your feet. I become benefited. You starve." But (chuckling) that is not the process. So the hunter, he was following the instruction of his Guru Mahäräja, Närada Muni, chanting Hare Kåñëa and sitting very peacefully. So people would come, and they were surprised. So, so many people came-heaps of ätara, heaps of rice, heaps of vegetables. So he became little agitated: "What shall I do with so many, so much quantity? Why he's sending so much? We are simply two, husband and wife. So why he's sending this?"

So actually, for Vaiñëava, who is dependent on Kåñëa, there is no want. There cannot be. Yoga-kñemaà vahämy aham, teñäà nityäbhiyuktänäm [Bg. 9.22]. If one is actually dependent on Kåñëa, there is no question of scarcity. That is the Çukadeva Gosvämé's instruction, kasmäd bhajanti kavayo dhana-durmadändhän [SB 2.2.5]. He says to the saintly persons to become independent. So he advises that "Why you are anxious for bedding? There is very nice grass. And you have got pillows, this hand, arms. You can lie down here. And where is... What is the necessity of keeping a waterpot?" Because a sannyäsé, even giving up everything, he keeps one waterpot. So Çukadeva Gosvämé criticizes, "What is the use of keeping waterpot? You have your palms. You can take water from the river and drink." Ciräëi kià san..., pathi na santi. And old cloth, thrown away... Formerly, gåhasthas, in different ceremonies, after taking bath, they would throw away their garments, their..., so that poor people, they can take it and use it. And new. Every religious function... In our childhood also we have seen. As soon as there was a new function or püjä, there was new cloth. Even household püjä... That takes place practically every month. Lakñmé-püjä, Kärttika-püjä... Bara mase tara upara bhan.(?) The... Actually there are twelve months, but the festivals are thirteen. It was very difficult to adjust where the another festival, in which month it should be observed. So we have got experience—in Lakñmé-püjä, all new cloth. The children, at least, at least the children and the housewife will have new cloth for every function. And what was the price of cloth? Very cheap. One rupee, four annas; one rupee, six annas, per pair. So we have seen it.

So festival. So there was no scarcity. Why? People were religiously inclined. Even for a beggar, there was sufficient. The temple, sufficient, everything. That is called ime jana-padäù svåddhäù. Svåddha, svåddha means opulent. All the cities and towns were opulent; villages, opulent, no want. And they depended on the trees, plants, this river, the mountain, the sea. Those who were... They're expert, they would go underneath the sea and pick up the pearls. That is very valuable. And still there are. So for rich men, the jewelries, the silk, nice food, nice building. And poor man, also, even they do not require jewelries, but they were not hungry. Everything was complete.

So (reading) "Human prosperity flourishes by natural gifts and not by gigantic industrial enterprises." This is the purport. This gigantic enterprise, industrial, they are called ugra-karma. Ugra-karma. Just like now, New Delhi, there is industry. Every town has got industrial area, and big, big industries are flourishing. Especially when you go from Våndävana side to New Delhi, the first big industry we see—that Goodyear Tire, very big factory. So people are being dragged there that "Come here. You'll get good salary. Why you are working in the field so hard? Come here. You'll get good salary, and..." So they go. But the result is that they are not happy. And when they are not happy, they are, I mean, induced to take wine and meat. In this way, whole world... India, it was not there. Gandhi's movement was to stop this wine, flesh, and as we are prohibiting. But at the present moment, the government is encouraging. It is very regrettable.

(reading:) "The gigantic industrial enterprises are products of a godless civilization." Godless civilization, they no more can depend on the natural gifts. They think by industrial enterprises, they will get more money and they'll be happy. And to remain satisfied with the food grains, vegetables and natural gifts, that is primitive idea. They say, "It is primitive." When men were not civilized, they would depend on nature, but when they are advanced in civilization, they must discover industrial enterprises. So instead of eating on metal dishes, the civilized men should eat on, what is that called, plastic. That's all. Now plastic utensils, not even metal. Still, according to Vedic civilization, these Hindus, they would not touch this china, clay utensils, or this plastic utensils. Never they'll... Or glass utensils, they'll never touch. Especially in South India they are very strict. A poor man would prefer to eat on the plantain leaf. And the rich men, they eat on silver utensils. They do not even like to, I mean to say, brass or other base metals.

So this is very good economy also. If you... If you have got metal utensils, if you are in need of money, you can get immediately in exchange some money. There are pawn shops. So they will keep anything, a gold Banarsi sari, or metal utensils or ornaments, if you are need of... Village bankers. Immediately. Poor man... Suppose if you require five rupees, ten rupees. You haven't got, but what..., how to get the money? You take something from your household paraphernalia and go to the pawn-maker. You get money. You are now relieved from the present anxiety. Then again you get back. But what is this china, clay, the china pots and this plastic pot will bring? No, nothing. From economic point of view, this is also very good. 

So depend on nature.
So (reading:) "The more we go on increasing such troublesome industries to squeeze out the vital energy of the human being, the more there will be unrest and dissatisfaction..."—that is practical—"...of the people in general, although a few only can live lavishly by exploitation." So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is all-round. If people understand that this is a religious movement... No. Religious movement is different thing. Kåñëa consciousness movement... Kåñëa. It is not our manufactured ideas. Kåñëa speaks in the Bhagavad-gétä to make people Kåñëa conscious in every way. 

He's suggesting how to live, annäd bhavanti bhütäni; [Bg. 3.14] how the division of the society should be made, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù; [Bg. 4.13] everything, social, political and... Political also. He is enthusing Arjuna, "You must fight. They are... They have committed so much injustice upon you. So you must fight. Don't consider that he is your brother, he is your..." Even when Arjuna said, "Yes. This is all right. I'll fight with my enemies, but how can I kill Bhéñmadeva? He is not my enemy. He's my maintainer, my grandfather. We lost our father at early age. He took care. How can I kill? How can I kill my teacher, Droëäcärya?" But Kåñëa supported that "You must kill them." "Why?" "Because they have taken the wrong side. Because Bhéñmadeva, in spite of his becoming so learned, still, he has gone to the side of the Duryodhana, and simply for matter of getting some money, maintenance."And actually Bhéñmadeva went to the side of Duryodhana, considering that "These people are maintaining me. How can I give up their company at times of danger?" That is also another consideration. So similarly, Droëäcärya, although he's guru, teacher of military art, he also went to Duryodhana's side for money. So therefore... Karëa... Nobody came to this side. So Kåñëa was doing justice, that He was... This is politics, "Tit for tat." This is politics. Çaöhe çäöhyamäcaret.(?) Cäëakya Paëòita says. "If somebody is çaöha"—çaöha means very cunning—"so you should be also cunning." This is politics. You should not be, at that time, a brähmaëa, liberal. No. So the idea is that in the Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa teaches everything very rightly, properly. The whole Vedic literature is meant for that, not one-sided.Now here, he's (she's) speaking. Kunté's speaking to Kåñëa how to live, how, by the association of Kåñëa, people will be happy, how they shall live happily in the towns and cities. These things are described. So we should always remember that this Kåñëa consciousness movement is for all-around development of the human society, not a sentimental religious movement. If people take to this... And it is based on the teachings of Kåñëa, on the teachings of Bhägavatam. Everything is described there. So the more we grow, or grow strength, rather... Because we are now weak, very... People are not understanding the seriousness of this movement. 

But the more we grow in strength and volume, 

we should take part in all-round activities of the human society 

to make them happy. Sarve sukhino bhavantu. 

This is the Vedic culture, that

Vedic culture wants to see everyone is happy.

And especially the Vaiñëava... Vaiñëavaù para-duùkha-duùkhé. Vaiñëava has no unhappiness because he has got Kåñëa. Yaà labdhvä cäparaà läbhaà manyate nädhikaà tataù. One who has got Kåñëa, where is unhappiness? And where is want? But he has nothing, such thing as unhappiness. But he's unhappy seeing others, these so-called rascals who have forgotten Kåñëa, they are unhappy.

So now by the grace of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, this movement has come to your country, and especially in a nice village like this, utilize it properly. It is a very ideal place. Not only this, there are many thousands of places like this. People should take advantage to live in such nice place, produce their necessities of life, and keep them fit and chant Hare Kåñëa and realize self. We don't say that you starve or become weak in health or weak in intelligence. No. You remain quite fit in intelligence and health, but don't be unnecessarily in need. The difficulty of the modern educated person is... Not educated, but so-called educated, they are attracted in the city for so many things unnecessary. Just like the club, the restaurant, the liquor and the cigarette, so many things. But if your attention is diverted to Kåñëa, you will not feel inclined to enjoy all these unnecessary things. That is the test of spiritual life, that bhaktiù pareçänubhavo viraktir anyatra syät [SB 11.2.42]. Bhakti, advancement of devotional life, means no more taste for all these nonsense. That is the test…So you will see practically these boys and girls, they are young men, young girls, they have got so many desires, but they have given up, and they are able to continue like that because they are making progress in spiritual life. 

So read our books, chant Hare Kåñëa, 

live very simple life, produce your own necessities. 

Don't go to the town.
Of course, for selling books we can go. (laughter)

Room Conversation                   August 2, 1976, New Mayapur

After all, the British government, they were very intelligent. They could understand what is what. Otherwise, how they were managing this big empire? Very intelligent, there is no doubt about it. And actually they were intelligent. When they were managing, we were happy, actually. Nobody can deny it. Although they were exploiting. But nobody could understand. Everyone was feeling happy. And as soon as they left, everyone is unhappy. That distinction I can give evidence, I can, from my personal experience. Things were very, very nice. Calcutta, oh, it was so nice city. Now it is hell. It is same Calcutta. Why it is now hell? Hidden(?) garden, that was a nice garden. So... Everywhere hell, only hell. Calcutta was considered the nicest city in India, better than Bombay, but it has become now hell. The streets, especially those quarters in our temple…No, I have got experience. I am Calcutta born. What Calcutta was in our childhood days and what is now, I know everything.

How we were happy during British days and what is now position, I can speak from my personal experience. We do not belong to the richest class nor to the poor class-middle class. So we have got practical experience. My father's income was not more than 250 rupees. How opulent we were. At least, there was no question of need. We were receiving daily four, five guests, and my father was functioning so many festivals and he was asking... My father gave in marriage four daughters. There was no difficulty. The income was not more than 250 rupees. Of course, that 250 rupees at least ten times now. But still, there was no needy. Not very opulent, but there was no need. The first necessity is to feed and to clothe. So there was no such scarcity. May not be very luxurious life, but there was no scarcity for food and shelter or cloth. There was no scarcity. Happy. That is wanted. Happiness in whatever circumstance. Not that because we did not possess a motorcar, therefore unhappy... 

Prabhupäda: On the whole, during British time, people were happy, that I can... The thing is that Britishers were little afraid that "If the government is not good, it will go against our credit, that we may agitate." So they were careful to see that people are happy. But here nobody's careful. Everyone thinks "I'm in my own country. Whatever I do, it is all right." They were conscious, that "We are foreigners. If the management is not good, then it will go against our credit and it will be difficult working such a big England empire." So they were little careful. But these rascals are not... 

Hari-çauri: Still, due to the British presence, isn't that the main reason why India has become so degraded now?                   

Prabhupäda: Yes, from...

Hari-çauri: Because they introduced so many bad things?

Prabhupäda: Yes, from cultural point of view, they are degraded. And that was that British policy, to kill them culturally. Otherwise not possible to rule over them.

Hari-çauri: They always advertised that India was so backward because that was a justification for their being there, that "We shall go and educate."                       

Prabhupäda: They used to advertise like that.

Hari-çauri: Then they could exploit and avoid criticism.

Prabhupäda: Yes, so many bad things Britishers introduced. 

Bad things means Western type of civilization.

And as soon as there is bhajana-kriyä, or devotional service, immediately anartha-nivåttiù syät. Anartha means unwanted things, they become vanquished.

This material world is, means we have created so many unwanted things, this is material world. Just like we are living in this part of your country, a village. So you are living very happily, undoubtedly. There is ample opportunity for living peacefully here. 

You grow little grains, you get some milk,

some vegetable, and all your economic questions solved. 

But as soon as you go to the city, the whole pollution attacks you. 

You have to give up this simple eating process.
Instead of drinking milk,

in the city, you'll have to cut throat of the cow and eat the meat.

(Ed: Or you drink milk from the store and someone else does the dirty work for you).

So in this way 

we shall be implicated with so many sinful activities
that our life will be entangled. 

On account of our foolish civilization
we do not understand what is the entanglement of life.…

In this way we have to understand how the process of life is going on and 

what is wanted, what is not wanted.

In this way, when you are situated, fixed up in your spiritual understanding, that is called anartha-nivåttiù syät, all unwanted things are vanquished. 

So our request is that you live here, very simple life.

Otherwise this world is going to hell. 

It has already gone and it will go.

One katiya (cot?) is sufficient. Keeping in one place and lay down. Eight months, at least six months, it is very nice. At night, even in daytime it is very hot, at night it is cool. So you have got very good sleep, soothing, then you become refreshed in the morning. If you have got good sleep at night, then you become refreshed, your health is regained. Hm? If I (indistinct), take morning snäna and cäpäöi. During very hot season they don't take even cäpäöi. They take some fruits, guava and this... What is called that? (Hindi)

Devotee (2): That? Melon.

Prabhupäda: Melon, yes. During hot season you get watermelon, this other melon.

Hari-çauri: Honeydew melon.

Prabhupäda: Honeydew melon, oh very nice. In the upcountries still in the village during daytime they don't eat. During daytime they take some fruits and at night when it is cool, the cool ah, refreshing air, they make some cäpäöi. One time, is it not?                      

Devotee (2): (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: Eh, (Hindi) In that night because in daytime it is so hot, it is embarrassing to cook and to digest also. Better take food, ah, fruit, this melon, and at night they take 3 or 4 cäpäöis according to the... And good sleep. 

Very happy life it was, all over India.
There was no question of poverty. People did not know what is poverty and now it is poverty. They do not get even sufficient food.

Hari-çauri: Industrialization.

Prabhupäda: Ugra-karma. I don't like industrialism.
Srila Prabhupada on Buildings
Staying, I have stayed big, big palaces, big, big cities.

That is now complete. I have no other desire.               1977, Mäyäpura 

Morning Walk                   February 21, 1975, Caracas

Prabhupäda: Not for themselves. They knew the art how to manufacture nice building, but they did not care for personal use. It was used for Kåñëa. Sometimes only the kings, in order to keep their position, they used to have gorgeous building. Otherwise ordinary men, cottage. (break) 
To live in cottage means to save time.

Morning Walk                         May 22, 1975, Melbourne

...the demonic, they construct very nice house.

Morning Walk                         May 18, 1975, Perth

Machine or wonderful building, these are done by the demons.

Morning Walk                             July 5, 1975, Chicago

They, if they had money they used to spend for constructing big temple, not for residential house. Maybe the king only had a big palace. Common men, they didn't care for big palace, the palatial building. Common man would be very glad to live in a cottage, and a small garden for growing vegetables, fruits, small lake, that's all. Not wasting time for big, big buildings, big, big... What is called, amenities?
Room Conversation                       June 11, 1974, Paris

Such nice foodstuff. And mostly they are made of milk. These people, they do not know. They kill the cows and throw the milk away to the hogs. And they are proud of their civilization. Like jackals and vultures. Actually, Kåñëa consciousness movement will transform these uncivilized men to real civilization. Their civilization is now compact in masonry work, collecting stones and bricks and piling them. This much, their civilization. Actually, apaçyatäm ätma-tattvaà gåheñu gåha-medhinäm [SB 2.1.2]. The explanation I gave this morning. They do not know what is ätma-tattvam. Bahir-artha-mäninaù. The external feature, material nature, they're interested. Therefore from the very beginning you'll find so nice philosophy, literature, but you won't find the modernized economic development. Big, big house, big, big road, no. There was no such attempt.

Room Conversation with Devotees                                August 1, 1975, New Orleans

Prabhupäda: They, çüdras are there. Give him his eating, and some hand, pocket expense, hand expense, regular. If one can eat, then he has no demand. So the laborer has to be given to eat sumptuously. "Eat and work, take some pocket..." They will be (indistinct). Not that you call professional laborer and you have to pay twenty-five dollars per hour. That is nuisance. They'll drink. That's all. 

And not that everyone should have nice house. Why? What is the use?
Go in the village, live simple, produce food. That's all. Eat. 

Why this electricity and three-hundred story building and...?
And then you don't produce anything, eat fish. "And let me eat..." Artificial. It is very easy to take the animals in the city and slaughter. A little vegetable and milk, they are satisfied.

Why we have come to this park? We like this atmosphere. So similarly, in villages, everyone, if he has got some land, he can live simply 

without any gorgeous building. What is the use? 

Just have a cottage and have garden. You'll live very peacefully. But they're constructing big, big skyscraper building in the downtown, and they will have to come here by car for some peace of mind, and in the meantime, accident, police. This is the civilization, nonsense civilization. At weekend they will go to the village, country, and during the week-time they will work hard. This is their civilization, with the risk of life, running motor car eighty miles' speed. Every moment there is risk. What is this civilization? 

Most ludicrous civilization.

Morning Walk                              July 11, 1975, Chicago

Prabhupäda: So building, what you will do with building? You have to leave the building and go to hell. What you are doing for that? So long, fifty years, you can lick up the building. Then, after all, you will be thrown into the hell. Then what you are going to do about that? If you cannot stay in the building, then what is the use of constructing building? Suppose you construct one building here and the policeman..., "No, you cannot stay here." Still you construct building?

Conversation Pieces                     May 27, 1977, Våndävana 

Prabhupäda: Yes. That I want. I... Everywhere I go and say, how these rascals...? So much land is lying, and these rascals are not developing. And they are making... What is that? Coal stone. Coal. They are interested with these bricks and stones, not green vegetables. Such a rascal government. Give them facility. We know how to do it. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù, yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. Let them engage in kértana. There will be more water for gardening, and it will be moist, and then produce fodder for the animals and food for you. 

And animal gives you milk. That is Våndävana life.
And they are absorbed in this so-called opulence. Kåñëa has taken birth. They are bringing so many nice, pleasant foodstuff, very well-dressed and ornamented. These are description. In the morning we were reading.

At any cost do it and...

Don't bother about big, big buildings.

 It is not required. Useless waste of time. 
Produce. Make the whole field green. See that. Then whole economic question solved. Then you eat sumptuous. Eat sumptuously. The animal is happy. The animal even does not give milk; let them eat and pass stool and urine. That is welcome. After all, eating, they will pass stool. So that is beneficial, not that simple milk is beneficial. Even the stool is beneficial. 

Therefore I am asking so much here and..., 

"Farm, farm, farm, farm...

" That is not my program-Kåñëa's program. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Produce greenness everywhere, everywhere. Våndävana. It is not this motorcar civilization. 

Room Conversation About Mäyäpura Construction      August 19, 1976, Hyderabad

My policy is that whatever money is there, spend. Don't keep. 

In land and produce food. That is the best use of.
All buildings, government (for men?), there is no need of. Instead of keeping money and take interest, print books. That is also good. You can sell. 

Or you purchase land for producing food.
Room Conversation               December 12, 1976, Hyderabad

Make use the production. First of all eat yourself as much as you... And then trade… People will be surprised at the organization. And there are twenty thousand men all round?

Mahäàça: No, that is... Just in very near villages there's about eight thousand.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. So if you can make one thousand person interested, then you'll be successful. So you can engage some worker for cutting the rocks.                  

Mahäàça: Yes. Tomorrow I am arranging.

Tejas: In this Dublipur(?) there's some very good workers. I saw in the village. They have so many places where there are rocks stacked up. And they have many craftsmen in that Dublipur. That's the main village in this area. They have them there, just near...

Prabhupäda: This house, the blocks are prepared, you make huts and engage some men to make that tile.

Mahäàça: Tiles. Round tiles.   

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Jagadéça: The roof tiles.                                                         

Mahäàça: Yes, just like the ones which are...

Prabhupäda: Then locally you get everything. You haven't have to got to get from outside. Eh?

Jagadéça: Clay roof tiles.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is very nice, very strong and very comfortable and simple.
We can utilize the wood for constructing residences. And as soon as the jungle is clear, we can utilize it for growing food and keeping cows, as exactly they are doing in New Vrindaban.

Room Conversation                           August 2, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

Prabhupäda: Yes, little better. Hare Kåñëa. [break] ...thinking of how to utilize the whole land. The situation is very good, good prospect. I want that self-independent here, as far as possible. But you have got enough materials. With woods you can make cottages. Then land becomes clear, then utilize it.  

Bhagavän: Cows.

Prabhupäda: Cows, so many things. Free from all anxieties, chant Hare Kåñëa. Life is meant for simply chanting. This should be the motto. But because we have got this body, we have to maintain it. That much. Otherwise, we have no ambition to become a very big man in this material world, enjoy it. This is all false, useless. He'll become a big man, and one day death comes and kicks him out. So these are all false attempts. It has no meaning. The meaningful life is, so long we live, become fully Kåñëa conscious. And tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti [Bg. 4.9]. That is wanted. Give facility to the people. Here is very nice arrangement. Now make plan how to utilize. You have got enough land. You can utilize for supplying the necessities of life.

Bhagavän: It's a very wonderful place.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We can get many wonderful places like this all over the world. But they have not been taught how to utilize them.

Evening Darçana                    February 15, 1977, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: Yes. Farm project is very nice. Kåñëa gives. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. This is economic problem solved. And brähmaëa, brain problem solved, and kñatriya, protection problem solved, and çüdra, labor problem solved. Four things combined together, live peacefully, happily. Chant Hare Kåñëa. 

Introduce this farm project.
In America there is enough scope. So much land is lying vacant. And if there are jungles, cut the jungles; use the wood. Just like our Virginia. Big, big jungles. You cut the woods, you get ground, open field, and utilize the logs for house-making. Food, shelter, everything there. In Africa, everywhere, the nature's way. Pürëam idam. Everything, complete arrangement by Kåñëa. We have to little work.

Walk Around Farm                August 1, 1975, New Orleans

Prabhupäda: ...natural arrangement. Jungles--you 

cut the tree, make your home, and balance you make fuel. And the ground, plow and grow your food. That's all, natural.                       

Jagadéça: Everything.

Prabhupäda: In India still, in the villages they do not know, other than this wood fuel, anything else.

Morning Walk                           March 5, 1976, Mäyäpur

You get all your necessities of life from the earth. Now, you get food, you get drinking water,
 you get shelter, bamboo. These things will... You get cotton. So what is that slogan? Kapara...?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Roöi kaparä makän.

Prabhupäda: Ah, everything, yes. Roti is there, kaparä is there, and makän is there. And wherefrom it is coming? Sarva-käma-dughä mahé. From earth. 

Room Conversation January 29, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Prabhupäda: No scarcity. Population increasing? You increase your food. So much land everywhere vacant, all over the world. But that they will not do. They will keep the cattles and eat. Cattle also, they want vegetables. Otherwise where you'll get cattle? But therefore in Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Produce food grains. Just like this is. How nice it is, from paddy. So you take the paddies, rice, eat, and the grass you can utilize in so many ways. 

Anywhere you can till the ground, you get paddy
and the grass. Make your cottage.
So shelter is there. And the animals also like this grass. You can make home. Where is the scarcity? 

Plain living, high thinking, and prepare for next life.

Go back home, back to Godhead. Finish this hellish life of repeated birth and death.

Room Conversation with Vrindavan De                                          July 6, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Bandoì mui sävadhäna. So fortunately we got right guru. 

He has given us the way how to live, and that is happiness.
Munayaù sädhu påñöo 'ham... What is that verse I referred?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Today? Dharmaù projjhita-kaitavo 'tra nirmatsaräëäm.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Munayaù sädhu påñöo 'haà bhavadbhir loka-maìgalam, kåñëa-sampraçno yenätmä suprasédati. Happiness is there. Unless you become Kåñëa conscious, there is no question of... This is a false happiness, that "If I get money, I'll be happy." That is false. So many men, they have got money. We see practically. The whole European civilization, American civilization, is based on this fundamental idea that "Let us have money and we shall be happy." And nobody is happy. Nobody is happy, a single man. Very big, big buildings, very nice car, very nice road, but there is no question of happiness. Always restlessness. Is it not? They are practically proved. And becoming implicated, karma-bandha, loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù, one after another, one after another. Because he is not independent, he is under karma-bandhana. If you touch fire, it must burn you. You cannot avoid it. That is not possible. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sar..., ahaìkära-vimüòha. Are you independent? Suppose if you touch fire, are you independent that your finger will not burn? It must burn. So you'll search after so much so-called happiness--they're simply burning their finger, that's all. Karma-bandhanaù. Yajïärthe karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù. So I'm insisting you about this distribution of the book. That is a service. If you can do some pushing on these books some way or other, you get material profit; at the same time, it is service.

Room Conversation with Allen Ginsberg                              May 11, 1969, Columbus, Ohio

Prabhupäda: From economic point of view, if one man has got a cow and four acres of land, he has no economic problem. 

That we want to start.

He can independently live any part of the world. Simply he must (have) one cow and four acres of land. Let the people be divided with four acres of land and a cow, there will be no economic question. All the factories will be closed.

Allen Ginsberg: Four acres, you think?

Prabhupäda: Four acres.(Kirtanananda’s projection)
Allen Ginsberg: Maybe.
Prabhupäda: That I am instructing Kértanänanda, to show this example in New Vrindaban.

Allen Ginsberg: Are you going to be able to do it on four acres?
Kértanänanda: I hope so.
Prabhupäda: Is it very difficult? Four acres of land per head?

Allen Ginsberg: Where do you get the... How do you feed the cow, or would you?
Kértanänanda: On four acres you can do it.
Allen Ginsberg: You can get enough hay for a cow, for...?

Prabhupäda: Fodder. Yes. We grow.

Guest: On food, it depends on what part of the east?
Allen Ginsberg: He's a farmer.
Guest: Whereabouts? What part? Cause a cow has to have about three acres for grazing.

Kértanänanda: So at most five acres. It's in that vicinity.(Ed: better common grazing land, with small individual plots for cultivation)

Prabhupäda: Yes. Farming, agriculture, that is nice. There is a proverb: agriculture is the noblest profession. Is it not said? Agriculture is noblest, and Kåñëa was farmer, His father.

Allen Ginsberg: The cow.

Prabhupäda: Cow, yes. And in Vedic literature you'll find, a man is... Richness of a man is estimated by the possession of grains and cows. Dhanyena dhanavän. If he has got sufficient quantity grain, then he's to be... Formerly, even still in India, when a daughter is offered to a family, they will go and see how many morais(?) there are. Grain stock. If he sees that he has five, six, big, big grain stock, then he can... "Oh, this is nice house." You see? "They can feed." So in India still, the arrangement is that every family has got at least two years grain in stock. You see? 

And cow at least one dozen. No economic problem.
And actually, that is the fact. 

You keep cows and have sufficient grains, 

whole economic problem solved. Eating.

And sleeping, you can take some wood and four pillars.
Of course, in your country it is not...                                                

Allen Ginsberg: It's very cold.

Prabhupäda: Very cold. (laughing) India, all the year they are lying on the flat sky.
Kértanänanda: But still, it is very simple. We also experimented with that. You can build a nice shelter very... for ten, fifteen dollars.

Allen Ginsberg: Well, it depends. You see, where we are we're twenty below.

Kértanänanda: Well, we have pretty near that in West Virginia.

Allen Ginsberg: In Minnesota gets thirty, forty, sometimes, below.

Kértanänanda: There has to have sufficient wood sawed up.     Allen Ginsberg: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Formerly, in Europe they were also living.

Allen Ginsberg: Man lived this way for 20,000 years, 30,000 years until the 19th Century.

Prabhupäda: So we have to live that. 

Plain living, high thinking. The necessities of this bodily existence, that should be minimized and not unhealthy. Healthy. To keep oneself fit. But the time should be utilized-develop Kåñëa consciousness, spiritual life. 

Then his whole problem is solved.
Room Conversation                      June 24, 1976, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: Your party, selling books?
Kértanänanda: I don't know what the figures are.
Prabhupäda: No, your line is this farming.
Kértanänanda: Per capita, we distribute more books.                             

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kértanänanda: Per man, we distribute more books than they do. I think per man we distribute more than anybody in ISKCON.                                                    

Prabhupäda: And still they are maintaining this farm.

Dhåñöadyumna: And building very nice buildings.                                                         Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Dhåñöadyumna: Very nice projects they are building.

Prabhupäda: This project should be advanced-plain living, high thinking.

Room Conversation                   July 27-28, 1977, Våndävana

Yaçomaténandana: Now we will organize. Just now we had to rush everything.

Prabhupäda: No. No, no. Don't make it a rush.

Yaçomaténandana: Because we had no facilities there.

Prabhupäda: No, you can prepare bricks. By brick... Make in such a way that we get local supplies.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Prabhupäda said we can make the bricks also.
Prabhupäda: Bricks and tiles... Local potter can make that round tile. 

Make a brick that... And you have got bamboo.                       

Take local supply as far as possible.
Garden Discussion on Bhagavad-gétä Chapter 16, June 26, 1976, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: Ugra-karmäëaù, the factory. This is ugra-karma. Pradyumna was describing ugra-karma, hellish. Little karma, just wheat is growing, a little tilling, that is sufficient. What is the use of opening big, big factory? Ugra-karma. What it has helped? You were talking on behalf of them. What it has helped? Keeping them. Innocent men, women, they are kept in that factory simply for livelihood. A little work will provide his needs. Nature has given so much facility. They can grow little food anywhere. The cows are there in the pasturing ground. 

Take milk and live peacefully.
Why you open factories? What is the use? Keeping them in hellish condition of life. So this is the description. Now discuss these points…

Prabhupäda: That is... Karma jagat means that if you have to raise this house, then you have to cut the wood somewhere. You have to destroy somewhere, and then you can make house. You have to adjust things like that. You cannot create. This house was constructed, created, by destroying somewhere else. Is it not? So where is your creation? Creation is God's creation. He has created everything, and if you want to create, you have to destroy somewhere. That is karma.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Sometimes these people are called duñkåtina. And you've mentioned that the duñkåtina, actually he has some intelligence, misused.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Intelligence. After destroying the wood, you use your intelligence to construct this house. You have intelligence, there is no doubt. Human being must have intelligence. But that intelligence is given to him for getting out of the clutches of birth, death, old age and disease. He's not utilizing that intelligence for that purpose, therefore duñkåtina.
Room Conversation                  August 15, 1971, London

They can be saved only by this Kåñëa consciousness movement. There is no other way. 

Otherwise they will lick up their skyscraper building and everything will go to hell.

We have seen in New York, so many houses fall down. In New York. Yes. So many.

Morning Walk                               August 12, 1976, Tehran

That building is costly, but we have left that building, we have come here. And this is costlier? Nature's way of... In the room, to make us comfortable you have to run on the fan? Here we are, don't require any fan. So what is the advantage?                    Hari-çauri: Well, if it rains, then we'll go back inside.

Prabhupäda: And if your electricity fails, you'll go to hell. (laughter) This is no argument. That is obstinate rascal's argument. That one, they were eating yogurt. Everyone said, "Oh, very first-class, nice yogurt." 

Everyone was saying. So there was the obstinate rascal, he has to find out some fault. He said, "Yes, it is very nice, but if we keep it three days it will be bad." He's not thinking of the present, but he has to criticize it, that if you keep it three days it will become bad. That is all right, but what you are tasting now, talking of that. When there will be rain, you'll have to go in the room—this is no argument. This is obstinate rascaldom. We're talking of this. If accident and this and that, then in everywhere that will... 

That I've already replied, if there is electricity failure, then it is...

Morning Walk                              May 4, 1973, Los Angeles

Svarüpa Dämodara: If they know that there is definitely a blissful world, spiritual world, they would not work this hard.

Prabhupäda: Yes, why? Just like Lomaça Muni. Lomaça Muni, his duration of life is that when one Brahmä dies, one hair from the body falls. So in this way, when all the hairs of his body will fall down, he will die. He has such a great length of... So he was standing on the side of a sea and chanting Hare Kåñëa. So Närada Muni approached him, 

"Why don't you make a small cottage here?" He said, "How long I shall live? 

(laughter) Ah, standing will do. Let me finish my bead...(?)" Just see. And here they'll live for twenty years and making skyscraper building, (makes sound:) "Doc, dong, doc, dong, doc, dong." (laughter) Does not calculate that "I shall live for twenty or thirty years."

Svarüpa Dämodara: That is not guaranteed also.

Prabhupäda: That is also not guaranteed. Why I am taking so much trouble? They are so foolish persons. Therefore Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura says, anitya saàsäre moha janamiyä jévake karaye gädhä. This so-called scientific education means people become more attracted with this temporary world and he works very hard, just like an ass. Ass, the example of ass is because the ass does not know what is his interest, but works very hard. Therefore ass example is given. Ass, he carries the washerman's cloth, tons, but not a single cloth belongs to him. He is naked. And still he is working. He does not know, "Why I am working for the washerman, carrying so much load?" That sense he hasn't got. He thinks that "Washerman gives me to eat some grasses." Although grasses are all over. That is ass. That is ass. So these scientific research workers, they are asses. He does not know that "I shall live for thirty years. So what is the use of my research work?" But intelligent man will say, "Let me utilize this thirty years to prepare for my next life.”That is intelligence. But they. But they have no idea of the next life. (pause) …

Morning Walk                               June 12, 1974, Paris

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa. The man who created, he's kicked out. "Get out!" What did he do? "I have created this thing. I must enjoy." Why he's kicked out? Why?

Puñöa-kåñëa: Because it is actually not his property.

Prabhupäda: What is the answer? Why you are kicked out? Answer somebody.

Puñöa-kåñëa: It's just like this body.                             

Bhagavän: He's not the real proprietor.

You have seen?                                                   

Devotee (1): Yes.

Prabhupäda: So they left their luxuriant residence as ministers. But when they went to Våndävana, they had a cottage.

Morning Walk                                 June 12, 1974, Paris

Prabhupäda: But you understand, but you can understand also that you'll be kicked out. Don't you understand this?                                                                

Bhagavän: He doesn't know it.

Prabhupäda: Eh? Therefore, he's a fool.                            

Bhagavän: There's a statement that says that...

Prabhupäda: Just like suppose if I do something here in Paris, and if you say, "Sir, as soon as your visa is finished, you'll be kicked out," shall I be interested to create anything? The Final Letter for Farms                       August, 1977
“This is the next aspect of Krishna consciousness which I wish to push forward. If I am able to travel again then I shall visit the farms and make them perfect. On these farms we can demonstrate the full varëäçrama system. If these farms become successful, then the whole world will be enveloped by Krishna consciousness. “From your letter I can understand how nice this farm is. I am very happy to see fresh vegetables, fresh fruits, grains, the devotees taking sumptuous prasadam and chanting Hare Krishna. This is the actual meaning of human life. It is a very good farm, from your letter I can understand.
“Whatever you build, get the building materials locally.
If you can manufacture tiles locally, then your house problem is solved.

Build up a bamboo frame and on it place tiles.
In any event, get everything locally.
I wish to make a farm tour, and then I shall surely visit your farm.”

I suggested to Çréla Prabhupäda that he was the farm äcärya, but Srila Prabhupäda said:

“Krishna is the Farm Äcärya. Baladeva is holding a plough, and Krishna is holding the calf. Krishna advised Nanda Mahäräja not to perform Indra-püja, but to 

worship the land, Govardhana,

because it was supplying all foodstuffs
for the residents of Våndävana and the cows as well.”

So Çréla Prabhupäda wants you to develop this farm very nicely, as it will be the future program to present to the world as the ideal of Krishna consciousness. In the cities, we are interested for preaching, but we cannot present the ideal varëäçrama system. This is only possible at the farms, so they are very important.

Hamsaduta: Yes, it’s clear, Prabhupada. You have made everything very clear.

Room Conversation                   September 6, 1976, Våndävana

So this is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's instruction, that one should, if one is serious about bhagavad-bhajana, he should take it, whole material world, as nothing. Sometimes I think, I made nothing this material world, and again retired in Våndävana. Again Kåñëa, you have given so many things. What is the purpose? At that time, I remember Rüpa Gosvämé's instruction. "This is not mine. This is Kåñëa's." Nirbandhaù kåñëa-sambandhe yuktaà vairägya. We are exerting so much energy to construct a temple, but as soon as we become implicated, "Now I have got this big building. Let me live very comfortably." Then it is very dangerous. So long we work for Kåñëa, it is Kåñëa's, I am still nothing. And as soon as I take it, "Oh, now I have got very good, comfortable place. Make me again something." Take that as dangerous. Otherwise, there is no danger. Therefore we have to be engaged always in Kåñëa's service. Not that "Because we have got this nice building and income also, let us now sit down and eat." Then you'll stop. You shall have to be engaged always. Because our brain is materialistic, as soon as there is little chance of utilizing for sense gratification, mind: "Yes, yes. Do it." Still, we have to do it. Präpaïcikatayä buddhyä hari-sambandhi-vastunaù mumukñubhiù parityägaù phalgu vairägyam kathyate. Rüpa Gosvämé. Hari-sambandhi-vastunaù. Things which are connected to Kåñëa, you should never think it that it is material. It is spiritual. (Hindi) Jagäi Mädhäi... Caitanya Mahäprabhu asked him that you make this nothing, this sinful activity, then I accept you. They promised, "Yes."

If we take payment, that is not service. That is business. That is business.
Room Conversation               August 2, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

Prabhupäda: No, but after all, they are children. How they can take it as it is? So they are fortunate children, and their parents and everyone should take care of them. A very difficult age.

Hari-çauri: You always said they're our asset for the future.

Prabhupäda: If they can be trained up, they can become very good preacher, each one of them. And they can make hundreds of devotees. In this way we can expand. 

Are you realizing that there is no civilization? Actually civilization we are introducing.

Except Aryan civilization, Vedic civilization, there is no civilization—animal society. 

What do you think? Are you convinced about it?

Harikeça: Oh, yes, every time I walk out the door I'm convinced. And when you come back to the temple, it's marvelous, the spiritual world. No matter what going on, may be bad, may be good, doesn't matter. It's very relieving.

Prabhupäda: Civilization means to push the man forward for perfection. That is civilization.

Hari-çauri: Development.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Society and economic condition, everything should be so arranged that this human child should be gradually pushed for perfection of life, go back home, back to Godhead. This is civilization. And modern civilization is "Don't care for what is going to happen. So long you live, eat, drink, be merry, enjoy," that's all. Sense gratification. This is called nästika-väda. Very dangerous. And that is going on all over the world. How a gentleman can live in that society?                        

Hari-çauri: They can't. Gradually people...

Prabhupäda: Therefore my Guru Mahäräja used to say, "This is not a place for a gentleman." 

Formerly, therefore, they used to go away from the society, go in the forest, to give up this bad association. Live alone.
Hari-çauri: Practically speaking, that's what we've done. By your establishing these temples, it's given us someplace to go where we can get out of Kali-yuga.
Prabhupäda: Therefore our temples should be very carefully managed. 

It may not become again another pandemonium.

Harikeça: Pan-demon. Pan-demon-ium. Place of demons.

A woman, therefore, should consider her husband, her house and her children to be the arrangement of the external energy of the Lord for her death, just as the sweet singing of the hunter is death for the deer.

Viñëujana: Prabhupäda, they say they've already done so much. The scientists will say...

Prabhupäda: What they have done? What they have done? Why people are starving? What you have done?

Viñëujana: But they'll say we have created so much machineries and gone to the moon.

Prabhupäda: You cannot eat machine. You produce. You produce rice, wheat in the machine. What you have done? You have simply misled the people that instead of tilling the ground, they have come to machine, and there is no food.
Siddha-svarüpänanda: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: You have done this. You have, on the false plea that "We'll give you five hundred rupees salary. You come in the city and be engaged." Oh, he saw, "Oh, I am simply producing my food. If I get five hundred rupees, then I'll go to cinema, I'll have a good dress." Now there is no food even. You have done this. That's all. What is the benefit of this machine. Machine benefit is that we were purchasing, when there was no so much machine, in our childhood, three rupees, four annas per mound, first-class rice. Now we are purchasing one Kg.

Devotee: Ten rupees Kg. For one rupee (indistinct) first-class wheat.

Prabhupäda: Just see. So if one is rascal, they will be misled by this. Otherwise, any sane man will not accept. They say that, "We have done so much." What you have done? You have done this. At least in India, the effect of machine and factories: that there is no rice, no food.

Devotee: With the machines they're mixing stones in the rice.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee: With machine help, they're mixing stone in the rice.

Prabhupäda: That's it. That's it, that you cannot get. Oh, you have done so much. But India is not meant for machine. These rascals, they do not know. India is, India's culture is plain living, high thinking. You require some food. Produce food, and take it, and chant Hare Kåñëa. But they'll not accept, "Oh, this is primitive. Nowadays we have got... We must have the motor car, motor tire."

Morning Walk                                  March 15, 1974, Våndävana

(break) ...politician, Balavanta? He's not here. So let him preach that "We shall, if you take our Kåñëa consciousness movement, there will be no unemployment." He can at least give this manifesto to the..., "There will be no more unemployment." People will be very nice, very glad to hear. Now this machine, this machine nonsense means unemployment. One machine will work for hundred men. So hundred men becomes unemployed, and one technician, he gets all the salaries. To work on the computer, com...

Devotee: Computer, yes.

Prabhupäda: Machine. And he's very expert. He'll take three thousand dollars. And others will be unemployed. This is going on. And they are thinking: "Advancement of civilization." Advancement of civilization means "Exploit others and you become happy." This is advancement of civilization. 

Morning Walk                                    May 27, 1974, Rome

So by machine, they have created so many idle brain, and therefore hippies are coming out, problem. This is the result of this. Because they have created this machine, not everyone is employed, so he must become a hippie. Idle brain is a devil's workshop.

Bhagavän: Even the older generation, even the fathers, they are becoming...

Prabhupäda: Anyone who hasn't got sufficient to work, to be employed or engaged, then he must become hippie, vagabond.
"Translation: All living bodies subsist on food grains, which are produced from rains. Rains are produced by the performance of yajïa, sacrifice, and yajïa is born of prescribed duties."

Prabhupäda: This is the cycle, that we should produce immense food grain both for the animals and for men. And there should be cooperation. Just like the cow and bull. The bull helps plowing. That is the original system. Now they have invented tractors, what is called? Tractor?
Madhudviña: Cultivators.

Prabhupäda: And the bulls are being killed. Why they should be killed? Engage them in tilling the field. They will have occupation. And the man also will have occupation. There is immense land. So there will be no question of unemployment. And the machine, it works hundreds of men's labor and hundreds of men become unemployed. So unemployed means devil's workshop.

Room Conversation with Devotees                  August 1, 1975, New Orleans

…In this way organize. Avoid machine. Keep everyone employed as brähmaëa, as kñatriya, as vaiçya…
Morning Walk                                February 12, 1976, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: Yes, machine, inventing machine means one machine can work for fifty men. The banks are using this, what is that, computer?

Hådayänanda: Yes, everyone is using computers.

Prabhupäda: To save money. Machine means unemployment for many. Tractor, they're using, they're unemployment for bulls and plowmen and then they, bulls have to be killed. This is going on. Unemployment, then kill them. Vietnam, send all the men to fight and kill them. As soon as there is overpopulation, they declare war so that people may be killed.

Room Conversation on Farm Management        December 10, 1976, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: Even... Oh, yes. Very, very practic... We want some (indistinct) food. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Bhütäni means both animal and men. Animals should be well fed. Not only human being, but animal also. Otherwise, how he'll work? 

Don't use tractor, use this bulls.
Otherwise there will be a problem, how to engage the bulls.                                             Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Engage them for transport, for plowing.

Mahäàça: We should not get a tractor?

Prabhupäda: No. When you have got bulls, why should you get...?

Mahäàça: We have only 8 pairs of bulls.

Prabhupäda: Yes, and other bulls have been eaten up. Now we stop that eating. (). But as far as possible try to avoid, and engage the bulls. Otherwise, it will be problems. The Europeans have invented tractors, and the bull is a problem. Therefore they must be sent to the slaughterhouse. So we can not create that problem. How the bull should be utilized? They should be used for transport, and plowing.

SB 4.18.8

In this verse there are two significant words: yogena, "by the approved method," and dåñöena, "as exemplified by the former äcäryas." One is mistaken if he thinks that by applying modern machines such as tractors, grains can be produced. If one goes to a desert and uses a tractor, there is still no possibility of producing grains. We may adopt various means, but it is essential to know that the planet earth will stop producing grains if sacrifices are not performed. The earth has already explained that because nondevotees are enjoying the production of food, she has reserved food seeds for the performance of sacrifice. Now, of course, atheists will not believe in this spiritual method of producing grains, but whether they believe or not, the fact remains that we are not independent to produce grain by mechanical means.
Morning Walk                             May 14, 1975, Perth

Prabhupäda: So what is the study? Anyone can study. Just like we are giving: "It is a most artificial civilization."

Çrutakérti: He's drawing a big salary for studying. He's getting a big research salary.

Paramahaàsa: And he's teaching others how to study the problems, but there's no solution.

Amogha: They have no solution actually.

Prabhupäda:                 The solution is there. They won't take it. 

Solution is there, that everyone produce your own food.

There is so much land; utilize it. 

The solution is there.

No. They want to sit down on the table, chair, in a very nice compartment, and making solution. They won't go.

Amogha: He was saying that your solution was too simple. He said that people will not accept it because it is too simple.

Prabhupäda: That is his ignorance. They will say it is primitive. 

That is the only solution…
According to the Vedic system, 

you cannot use anything which you cannot produce.

Suppose this we are using, but according to Vedic system we should not use it because I cannot produce it. 

Then the whole solution is there.

Nobody will manufacture this because there will be no customer. If I refuse this use of this machine, thinking that "I cannot produce it; I should not use it," then where is the customer? 

The so-called industry will automatically stop, and he has to go to the village outlying.
Paramahaàsa: Some of the orthodox hippies have this philosophy, and they reject all machines and things that they cannot make themselves.

Prabhupäda: That is natural. That is natural. It is good. But they are not led by good leader. Otherwise next alternative is this, that 

you have to give up this artificial way of civilization.
Now this land is vacant. We can produce so much food grains if it is utilized. Fruits, flower, vegetables, grains--we can produce. This land is very good land for producing potato, watermelon, this. Very good land. But who is doing that? This is the suitable land for producing watermelon. And watermelon is such a nice thing, and potato. 

You boil potato and take watermelon, you have full nourishment are supplied. 

Very innocent and simple food.  

Room Conversation             July 31, 1975, New Orleans

Satsvarüpa: Is it all right to use modern machines on our farms?

Prabhupäda: As far as possible don't use machine. Let people be engaged.             Satsvarüpa: Animals?
Prabhupäda: Animal. Yes.                                                                      

Satsvarüpa: Not gas-driven engine.

Prabhupäda: Let people be engaged. Machine means one man or two man working... That will mean unemployment. Machine means unemployment. The principle should be that everyone is employed. Either brähmaëa, either kñatriya, either vaiçya or çüdra. Nobody should become idle and gossipping, and sleeping, then utilize... This should be principle. Everyone should be engaged in Kåñëa consciousness, then life is successful. And self-sufficient. If we have got spoiling living program, these are necessities. Growing, cultivating, producing, there will be not possibility of, and we don't want more than the necessity. If by God's grace we get more then you can make sale, we are not going to work for selling purpose. Then money will be there. How to get money, how to get money? And as soon as you get money, more than necessity, then sense gratification, then this, that, this, that, then you become implicated. Ato gåha kñetra sutäpta... ahaà mameti. As soon as you become implicated with material want, gåha, kñetra, vittair, ato gåha kñetra sutäpta, children, wife, friendship, then the false ego, "I am this body and this is my property," will increase. For that is material world. People do not know the end of life, or the aim of life. 

They are misguided, hence the Kåñëa consciousness movement 

to give them an ideal way of life.
Walk Around Farm               August 1, 1975, New Orleans

Prabhupäda: It is not possible to walk. (break) ...it is born?

Nityänanda: This one? Last week. His name is... Her name is Lakñmé. There is more over here. (break) Bull calves. We are getting more bulls than females.       Prabhupäda: Why?           

Nityänanda: I don't know.

Prabhupäda: Then how utilize the bulls?            

Nityänanda: To plow?

Prabhupäda: Plow, transport. You have to engage more men for plowing. Two bulls will be required for each plow…                                    

Nityänanda: We can go this way, here. This is all our machinery here.

Prabhupäda: Hm. So already some machine idle. You had to spend so much, but they are lying idle. That is not good. That is the defect of machine. If you cannot ply it, then it is dead loss.

Brahmänanda: If you cannot what?

Prabhupäda: It is dead loss if you cannot work with the machine.        

Brahmänanda: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: But when you go to purchase you have to pay lots of money. Now they will be rusty with water and gradually useless. How much money you have invested?     

Nityänanda: Thousands.

Prabhupäda: Just see. This is the defect of machine. If you cannot utilize it, then it is dead loss.

Brahmänanda: Where are the tractors kept?                

Nityänanda: One's at the house, and one's in the field.

Prabhupäda: So they have to be utilized or rejected, these machines?

Nityänanda: Yes, they all have a purpose. We use them from time to time.

Prabhupäda: But now they are kept open and the...

Nityänanda: Well, we are building a shed to keep them out of the rain.

Prabhupäda: In the meantime it will be finished. By the time you finish your shed, it is finished. Çästre çästre dal phariyaga.(?) "Some women were dressing to go to a fair, and when they were dressed, the fair was finished." (laughter) Utilize them. Otherwise, while they are in working order, sell them. Don't keep in that way, neglected way. Either utilize it or sell it at any cost. Otherwise they are useless.

Devotee (4): Srila Prabhupäda? A materialist or someone who wouldn't know, he may say that when the bull is not plowing, all he is doing is eating. You have to pay money to feed him grain or to grow grain to feed the bull.

Prabhupäda: They will grow, and they will eat. Rather, they will help you for your eating. The father also eats, but he maintains the family. Therefore the bull is considered as father and the cow as mother. Mother gives milk, and the bull grows food grains for man. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu first challenged that Kazi that "What is your religion, that you eat your father and mother?" Both the bulls and the cows are important because the bull will produce food grain and the cow will give supply milk. They should be utilized properly. That is human intelligence. This is filling up with paddy or...? No?

Nityänanda: With food for the cows. This one has forage or fodder, and that one has grain.

Prabhupäda: So everything is for the animals. Nothing for the man?     

Nityänanda: The cows give us milk.
Prabhupäda: That's all? And you are not growing any food grains? Why?

Nityänanda: Er... We've been trying to establish self-sufficient cow protection program first, to grow our own food for the cows.

Brahmänanda: There is no land available for growing rice or wheat?

Nityänanda: Yes, but the number of devotees we have to do it...

Brahmänanda: But you have so many machines.

Prabhupäda: All these machines require oiling and keeping nicely. Otherwise it will spoil…

Nityänanda: Down the road we have fifteen acres of sorghum, grain for the cows.

Prabhupäda: And everything for the cows, but what for the man? They will give everything for cows because they will eat cows, other farmers. But you utilize the animals for growing your food.
Brahmänanda: The idea is we should maintain the animals, but then the animals should provide foodstuffs for the men.  

Prabhupäda: Yes.   

Brahmänanda: And that way there is cooperation.             

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

The animals, bulls, should have helped in spite of that... instead of that machine.

Then it is properly utilized.
And others, they cannot utilize these animals. Therefore, what they will do? Naturally they will send to slaughterhouse. But we are not going to send to the slaughterhouse. Then what we will do? They must be utilized. Otherwise simply for growing food that the cows and bulls we engage ourself? You are already feeling burden because there are so many bull calves. You were asking me, "What we shall do with so many bulls?"                                           

Nityänanda: Well, when they grow up we will train them as oxen.

Prabhupäda: No, what the oxen will do?       

Nityänanda: Plow the fields.
Prabhupada: Yes. That is wanted. 

Transport, plowing fields.

That is wanted. 

And 

unless our men are trained up, Kåñëa conscious,

they will think, "What is the use of taking care of the plows (cows)?

Better go to the city, earn money and eat them."

It can do thousands of men's business. So they have discovered this machine. That means thousands of men will be unemployed. That is actually happening in your country due to so many machines. Now, take for example, formerly... You have seen the picture, Kåñëa, Våndävana picture, Kåñëa's father transferring Kåñëa. They were going on bullock carts, no motorcar. You have seen the picture. So formerly, transport was bullock carts. The cows and the bulls, the bulls were employed for agricultural purpose, for drawing the carts. So there was no necessity of motorcar. 

Now you have got motor, motor-tractor. You don't want the bullocks. Therefore kill them. How you can utilize them? Therefore you must have slaughterhouse to kill them. And as soon as you kill them, then you have to eat them. So this is the, I mean to say, entanglement. If you kill, then you become responsible for being killed. The subtle laws...
Morning Walk                           October 19, 1975, Johannesburg

Puñöa Kåñëa: But with the tire tubes and nuts and bolts they can make a tractor. And the tractor can help produce food, they think, much faster.

Prabhupäda: No, that is waste of energy. Because you are eating the bulls, therefore you require a tractor. Otherwise you don't kill the bulls. This animal will do the business of tractor.

Devotee (4): It will work.

Prabhupäda: But you want to eat them, so you must find out...     

Indian man (1): Some other means.

Prabhupäda: Replacement. That's it.                                               

Devotee (4): But man has to progress.
Prabhupäda: What is that nonsense progress? To become busy fool? That is progress? Do you think it is progress to become busy fool? This is not progress. The progress means lazy intelligent, that he will not have to work but he will get all the comforts automatically. That is wanted. That is progress. Actually nobody wants to work but he is obliged to work because his necessities are not sufficiently met. 

Therefore he has to work. He has created such society that he has to work hard.

Morning Walk                  February 3, 1976, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: I challenged him, "You are Buddhist." "Yes." "You are eating meat?" "Yes." "What is this?" (laughs) That was my first talking with him.
Sudämä: They were wanting to talk business for a long time. You were simply preaching to them.

Prabhupäda: Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu went to the Kazi. His first question was that "What kind of religion you are following? You are killing your father and mother?" This was His beginning of the talk. "What kind of religion it is?" "How is that? I am killing my father, mother?" "Yes, cow is your mother and bull is your father. You are killing them. The bull is giving you grains by working in the field, and the mother is giving you milk, and you are killing them." This was his first question. So this is a civilization of killing father and mother. All over the world they are killing bulls and cows. In England there is law that you can maintain a cow but you cannot maintain a bull. It must be killed. Yes. When I was a guest in John Lennon's house the manager in charge, he was telling me. "You cannot keep bull. This is our law." 

Hari-çauri: Only for breeding purposes. Only for breeding. All the rest are killed.

Prabhupäda: This is law in England? So you cannot keep even bull privately. Must be killed. This is the law.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What is the reason for that law?   

Prabhupäda: Bull will not supply milk, so there is no use. It must be killed. Otherwise they are ferocious animal. You have made this law. The cows may be given some time to be killed, but the bulls should be killed immediately. This is their law.

Hari-çauri: Nor do the farmers actually want to keep them anyway…They are useless animals.

Prabhupäda: Simply expensive. But here in India they know how to utilize bulls--for transportation, for plowing and so many other things.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Such a shortage of fuel, but there is no shortage of fuel with a bull.

Prabhupäda: No, rather, it will supply you gobar, fuel. Whatever he will eat, he will give you fuel.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In return.     

Prabhupäda: In return.

Jayapatäkä: But now the government is trying to teach the people that they should buy tractors and kill the calves.      Prabhupäda: Huh?              

Jayapatäkä: They want to have..., make tractors popular and then…

Prabhupäda: Kill the bulls. They were criticizing us because in our goçälä we maintain the male calves.

Prabhupäda: No, when our Harikeça was struck by a bull and he was taken in the hospital, the doctor was criticizing, "If you have killed the bulls, then this condition would not have come to you."

…Prabhupäda: No. There will be no accident because this..., the acci...You know that?

Tamäla Kåñëa: I heard about the accident.

Prabhupäda: There was some accident, and he was taken to hospital. So he was advised, "Because you do not kill the bulls, therefore this is the accident." As if without killing..., by killing the bulls there is no accident. And they do not cite the accident by motorcar, greater bulls. Accident will be there.

Morning Walk                     January 24, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Satsvarüpa: I remember in school seeing films of India, and they would say, "This is very backward. They're living as they used to live hundreds of years ago by using the ox and the plow."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now we have, hundred years after, we have learned how to kill ox and bulls.

Kulaçekhara: At John Lennon's estate, remember? In London. You said to me, the tractor, you said, this is the cause of all the trouble. That it took all the work from the young men and they went to the city and became entangled in the sense gratification in the cities. So I've noticed in the city there's much more passion, but living in the country is simpler.  

Prabhupäda: Yes, passion, there must be. When you have got the facility, naturally we are lusty, and when we have got the facility, then we take to it.

That is nature's course. Desert means less production. So na..., if nature wants, she can make the whole world desert. What your tractors and so many agricultural machines will help? It will turn into desert. There will be no rain. What you can do? And still you are very proud of your scientific advancement. You cannot struggle with nature.

Machine or wonderful building, these are done by the demons.

Prabhupäda: ...no more desire of material enjoyment he is fit for sannyäsa. 

Anyone who sees: "Oh, this car is very nice. This beautiful wife is very... A very beautiful woman is very nice," 

he should not think of taking sannyäsa.
Viña-bhakñaëäd apy asädhu: "Such desires is most abominable, more than taking poison." To commit suicide by taking poison is most abominable thing, because he's going to be a ghost. He'll be punished to become a ghost, those who commit suicide. Or, if one is suddenly killed and he has so many desires, he becomes ghost. Therefore viña-bhakñaëa, taking poison, and die untimely, is most abominable, or commit suicide. By the material law also, to attempt to commit suicide is criminal. You know that?

Prabhupäda: So we shall walk? (break) ...containing three passengers, wasting petrol. Similarly, hundreds and thousands and millions of cars and buses are running all over the world, simply wasting petrol.
Bhagavän: When there was the oil crisis in the United States, they were giving reports how some person would go in his car, go ten miles in a big car to buy one pack of cigarettes.

Prabhupäda: Stick to your own place and grow your food. There is no question of transport. Little transport is required, that bullock cart. Kåñëa was being carried on bullock cart. 

There is no use of petrol. Use simply the bull. They are already there. Utilize them. No. The bull should be sent to the slaughterhouse. Petrol should be used. 

Morning Walk                                   May 27, 1974, Rome

So you ask problem, I will answer. Your energy, problems of energy, petrol, it will be automatically solved. If we are localized, there is no question of petrol.
Keep amongst yourself and produce. Produce food grain, produce cotton, mustard seed. Self dependent, no use... And we don't require motorcar. Bullock cart is sufficient. There is no need of going anywhere.
Room Conversation with Professor Durckheim June 19, 1974, Germany

My idea is that 

all our centers should be self-supported.

We do not like that idea that for your support you have to go 100 miles to get your bread.

That is a very dangerous drawback.
You produce your food locally and then 

support yourself.

The main problem is what to eat, where to sleep.

So we get some place and support ourselves by producing our own food.

Room Conversation with Devotees                   August 1, 1975, New Orleans

….This is Våndävana. There is no need and I don't find in Bhägavata big factory and slaughterhouse, no. Nothing. The whole atmosphere is surcharged with sinful life. How people will be happy? Now they are coming to crimes and hippies and so many things, problems, diplomacy, CIA and what other? So many unnecessary waste of energy, time, and money. Vicious condition. Better give up city. 

Make Våndävana, like this. City life is abominable. If you don't live in the city, 

you don't require petrol, motor car. It is no use.
They may criticize that "You are going to the farm in a car." So for the time being, there is no vehicle. Otherwise bullock cart—where is the difficulty? Suppose you are coming, one hour, and it takes one day. And if you are satisfied, such life, there is no question of moving. Maybe local moving, from this village to that village. That is sufficient, bullock carts. Why motor car? Drive here and park problem. Not only park problem, there are so many things. There are three thousand parts, motor car. You have to produce them, big factory.

Satsvarüpa: Insurance.

Prabhupäda: Insur... So much! Everyone is being (indistinct). We do not decry, but we point out, "In this way our valuable time of life is being wasted." They say it is primitive life, but it is peaceful life. We want peaceful life and save time for Kåñëa consciousness. That is not primitive. That is intelligent life.
Satsvarüpa: In order to evidence this, should we consider that we have to act as kñatriyas or shall we just preach and try to get others...

Prabhupäda: No... Kñatriyas, I have already explained who is brähmaëa and kñatriya according to guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13], as you work, as you are fit for. If you are fit to become brähmaëa, become brähmaëa. If you are fit to become kñatriya, become kñatriya. If you are fit to become çüdra, do it. Three... Then... And a man who cannot become fit for any other purpose, he is çüdra. That's all. "Help. Help the brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya and take your food and little pocket expense. That's all." Little pocket expenditure. But in our society we don't require, but even if it is required we can give.

Brahmänanda: So eventually we should divide up our society in this way? Our members...

Prabhupäda: Yes, just to show people how to... The first-class men, brähmaëa, second-class, kñatriya, third-class, vaiçya, fourth-class...                                     

Satsvarüpa: But all in our society are Vaiñëavas.

Prabhupäda: That is our real position. This is for management.

Nityänanda: How many kñatriyas can I have on this farm? How many kñatriyas can we have on one farm?

Prabhupäda: I told. Find out who is going to be kñatriya. Then... Take your time (?).

Nityänanda: You can have more than one?   

Prabhupäda: No, no. There is no rule. As according to the work, if people are interested to work as vaiçya, let them become vaiçya. If he is intelligent, if he wants to work as brähmaëa, let him work as brähmaëa. Let him work as kñatriya. And the fourth-class, let him work as çüdra. So the management should see that nobody is unemployed or not engaged, men, women. Woman can take care of the milk products or spinning And çüdras can be engaged for working as weaver, as a blacksmith, a goldsmith. There are so many things.                       

Jagadéça: Cobbler?

Prabhupäda: Cobbler is less than çüdra. Yes. Cobbler means when the cows die, the cobbler may take it. If he wants, he can eat the flesh, and he can utilize the bone, hoofs. He can prepare... He gets the skin without any price. So he can make shoes and he'll make some profit. And because he is cobbler, he can be allowed to eat meat, fifth-class... Not that "Professor such-and-such," and eating meat. This is the degradation of society. He is doing the work of a brähmaëa—teacher means brähmaëa—and eating meat-Oh, horrible! 

So make, organize. I can give you the idea, but I'll not live very long.

If you can carry out, you can change the whole...

Especially if you can change America, then whole world will change.

Then the whole world... And it is the duty because they are kept in darkness and ignorance, then the human life is being spoiled. These rascals, because they do not know how to live... Andhä yathändhair... They are blind, and they are leading... Others are blind, and they are leading and they, all of them, going to ditch. So it is the duty. There is... Caitanya has explained, para-upakära. Save them. If it is not possible to save everyone, as many as possible... This is human life. This is Kåñëa consciousness, to save others who are in the darkness. It is not a profession: "Now, Kåñëa consciousness is my profession. I'm getting very easily food and shelter." Just like the Indians, they are doing, a profession, say another means of livelihood. Not like that. It is for para-upakära, actually benefiting the others. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Then Kåñëa will be very much pleased: "Oh, he is trying." 'Cause Kåñëa personally comes for doing this benefit to the people, and if you do, then how much Kåñëa will be pleased. Then? Just like I am traveling in my centers, and if I see that my students, my men are doing very nice, everything is going nice, how much pleased I will be, that I'll save my labors and now write books for the rest of my time. Similarly, if Kåñëa sees that you are, on behalf of Kåñëa, you are trying to save these rascals, then He'll be very (indistinct) with you. They are rascals. 

The leaders are rascals and the followers are rascals and they're 

all going to hell.
Nature's law is very strict. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä You cannot avoid it. Nature is all-powerful. Kåñëa has given: "You work in this way." She'll work. She'll work. She'll punish. As soon as there is little discrepancy—you have eaten, eaten more than is necessary-indigestion. "Indigestion, starve." This is nature's law. Nature will act. But you have to (indistinct) them with knowledge that "You don't do this. Otherwise you will be under the control of nature life after life. Simply miseries." Para-duùkha-duùkhé. Vaiñëava's qualification is para-duùkha-duùkhé. He is unhappy by seeing others' distress. This is Vaiñëava.

Morning Walk                           October 2, 1975, Mauritius

Prabhupäda: (break) ...create another danger. Just like airplane. It is comfortable. You can quickly go from one place to another. But as soon as on the plane, immediately your life is at risk. There is no certainty. So this is the way of material world. You create some comfort and you create some greater danger also. Side by side. It cannot be unhampered comfort. That is not possible. 

You create a motorcar--the same thing--you drive very speedy and 

you meet accident.

Railway, the accident. There was no need. 

Prabhupäda: There was no... We don't require all these things because we know others are victims. They pay for it. And they work hard for the money and pay to work. That's all. Our men never touch this Coca-cola and cigarette, but others, they are mad after it.

Brahmänanda: They say they have to work so hard to get food, but actually they are working hard for this.

Prabhupäda: He'll get food. Food they can grow very easily, but they... Anartha. This is called anartha. Anartha means unnecessarily. Ädau çraddh tata sädhu-saìgo 'tha bhajana-kriy tato 'nartha-nivåtti syät. So anartha-nivåtti civilization, not anartha increasing. Civilization means anartha-nivåtti syät because we are 

complicated by the anarthas, unwanted things. () ...this way there is bulls, horses for transport. But what is the use of these big, big motorbuses and acquire petrol, machine, factory, so many things? But nature's way there is already means of transport. The horses are there. The bulls are there. But they will eat them, and they will create these motor big, big buses and then petrol, then fight. 

Morning Walk                      October 3, 1975, Mauritius

And what about your death? (aside:) Stop. The chicken is also dying; you are also dying. What is your improvement? That they cannot say. Real problem they cannot solve. Simply a little high standard of living, and they think this is advancement. And the Western civilization is influencing all other parts of the world in that way--"Improve the standard of living." There is no improvement, but it is mäyä; they are thinking, "This is improvement."                                             

Puñöa Kåñëa: Progress.

Prabhupäda: Progress, yes. The progress is that they have got motorcar, and they have progressed how to die quickly. This is the progress. At any moment he can die. As soon as he on the car, 70 miles speed, that means taking the risk of dying at any moment. This is the progress. Formerly people were going in bullock cart or horse carriage from one village to another. "That was primitive. Now we can go hundred miles away from home for earning money and taking risk to die at any moment. That is progress." Is it not?…Formerly they were satisfied by tilling the ground, getting food grains. Now they have started factories. At the cost of thousands of men's labor, some director is getting money and enjoying life. That is progress. And these rascals, laborers, they are thinking that "These men are getting the profit, cream of this business. We are working. Why not take ourself?" That is Communism.

Morning Walk at Niavaran Park             August 8, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: No, we should first of all fix up what is our business. People have taken this, that to maintain the body, to maintain the family, to earn money and protect it, these have become their business. They do not know anything else. The whole world is going on on this platform. Nationwise, communitywise, and everything. Other countries have developed, now the Shah is trying to develop equally. But what is the aim of development? The same—motorcar and accident. That they do not know. "No. They have got motorcar. I must have motorcar." But what is the aim? Same aim. Meet accident and die.
Room Conversation                      April 27, 1976, Auckland, New Zealand

Not only one, you hundreds of temples construct. Village to village, town to.... At the same time, man. And it will revolutionize the whole rascal situation. At the present moment, it is rascal situation. 

They're simply satisfied by driving the motor.... They are thinking, 

"Oh, how highly I am situated."
All crazy. But this has been taught to them that "This is civilization.”

Garden Conversation                 June 14, 1976, Detroit

Industrial civilization will fail.

They are manufacturing simply cars. The time is approaching very swiftly when there will be no more demand for cars...Suppose if we advance our farming program, who will want the car? Theoretically, accept it, that we shall remain in the farm. Then where is the necessity of car?

...Prabhupäda, you mentioned that soon there will not be so much use for automobiles. What will be our means of spreading the saìkértana movement?

Prabhupäda: We shall walk. You'll have good exercise.
So everything material has got a period of development, then it dwindles, and then finishes. 

So from this nature's law, we can see this motorcar attraction, utility,

 it will finish. It will not stay.

Room Conversation            August 2, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

... My father gave in marriage four daughters. There was no difficulty. The income was not more than 250 rupees. Of course, that 250 rupees at least ten times now. But still, there was no needy. Not very opulent, but there was no need. The first necessity is to feed and to clothe. So there was no such scarcity. May not be very luxurious life, but there was no scarcity for food and shelter or cloth. There was no scarcity. Happy. That is wanted. Happiness in whatever circumstance. Not that because we did not possess a motorcar, therefore unhappy. 

Evening Darçana                               August 11, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: They see they are suffering, but they have no eyes to see. They are being slapped both ways and kicked with shoes, but they have no eyes to see. Going on. So much trouble, so many problems, that you cannot drive even on the street. We wanted to see some house; because the street is so congested, we had to wait three days. And still I am thinking that I am making progress. This is rascal.

Shahrezad: Yes, that's right, but...

Prabhupäda: Not yes. First of all understand your rascaldom. You have created such a situation that to go to a place two miles away from my place, I have to wait for three days. And we are taking it as progress. This is rascaldom. But what is inconvenient, we are taking it as progress. To go to a place two miles away, it takes ten minutes or, say, twenty minutes. Now we have to wait two days. And we are taking it as progress. This is called mäyä. Mäyä means what is not. It is not progress, but we are taking as progress. Degrees we are taking as progress. This is called mäyä. Hm? What do you say, Nandaräëé?   

Nandaräëé: I think her question is, is this God's plan or our plan?                                         Prabhupäda: It is not God's plan, it is your plan. 

Whatever you make, it will cause inconvenience. And if you follow God's plan, you'll make progress.

Where is in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said by Kåñëa that you make motorcars like this?

He has never said.

Hari-çauri: They get a bit confused because God has to... Like that man last night was saying not even a blade of grass can move without God's sanction. So they think because God sanctions...

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is so many times explained. Just like a child wants to do something. The father says, "Don't do it," I have said several times. Reluctantly, "All right, do it." I have given this example of my practical experience in 1925 or '26 when my son was two years old. There was a table fan, "I would like to touch it." And I said, "No, no, don't touch." This is child. So but it's a child. He again tried to touch it. So there was a friend, he said, "Just slow the speed and let him touch." So I did it, slowed the speed and he touched--tung! Then he would not touch. You see. So this sanction was given, "Touch it," reluctantly. Now when he gets experience and I ask him, "Touch again?" "No." So this sanction. All of us who have come to this material world, it is like that. Reluctantly. Therefore God comes again to inform these rascals that "Now you have tried so much, better give up this, come to Me again." Sarva-dharmän parityajya. Sanction was given, certainly, and he has experience, very bitter, but still he won't... This is obstinacy. Dog's mentality. The father has come personally. Now we have experimented everything--karma, jïäna, yoga, this, that, all nonsense. "Now I say..." It is said most confidential. Sarva-guhyatamam. "Better give up this job. Surrender to Me, come back to Me." So sanction was there, certainly. Without sanction they cannot do it. God created this. That is sanction. 

You wanted material world to enjoy. "All right, do it, here is material world. 

Take as much petrol as you like and drive motorcar and create accident, 

do, go on. 

But now I am giving you good advice, 

that give up this business, come back to Me."
Conversation Pieces               May 27, 1977, Våndävana

Therefore I am asking so much here and..., "Farm, farm, farm, farm..." That is not my program-Kåñëa's program. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni Produce greenness everywhere, everywhere. Våndävana. 

It is not this motorcar civilization.
Prabhupäda: ...make the whole land, people, very happy. You show this example all over the world, this example, in America.                   

Don't spoil money.
Show by example.

Enough science and enough motorcar, that's all.

Prabhupäda: The real scientific method is that the life which is in contact with this matter, he's suffering. And the real, I mean to say, enjoyment or peaceful life is to get him out of this condition of material contact. That is the best benefit. But these rascals, they are trying to adjust material things to give him happiness. "You are walking, all right, you take this car." That is not happiness. He does not know that in the car there are so many problems--more danger than walking. This is the mistake going on. Car is good, but that is not the solution. Solution is different. That we must... Na te viduù. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum. Let us go back to home, back to Godhead.

Prabhupäda: Simply fighting. They are not peaceful. That's all. Where is peace? You'll be surprised. During gas scarcity the gas was being supplied in Honolulu. This was in our presence. So the gas supply, whatever they had, distributed, and they had one sign board, "No more gas." So next man was so angry that he shot him dead. Just see. He had no more gas; he cannot supply. He became so much infuriated that he shot him dead. This is the result of this modern motorcar civilization. He thought that "Gas will not be supplied. Then I am gone. I am finished. So kill this man." This is education.

That is Vaishnavism. Para-duùkha-duùkhé. These rascals do not know, driving motorcar, "ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata." He's going to fall down in the sea, but rascal does not know. He's racing with a dog. Dog is also running with full speed, and he's showing, "Oh, I have got this car. This much proud I am."

Tamäla Kåñëa: Big dog.

Prabhupäda: Big dog. And for that motorcar, so many tire tubes, so many parts, so many men engaged and money, policies and in completion, "Come here and compare with other 1970-year car." Have you seen the advertisement?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: All these things, this is going on. Chevrolet Company adver... "Bring other 1977 model and see what we have done."

Talk About Varëäçrama, S.B. 2.1.1-5                     June 28, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: I have thought it over, over. It was very, very nice. What is this nonsense society? Tin car?

Tamäla Kåñëa: And they're becoming worse...

Prabhupäda: And rubber tire, that's all.                                                     

Tamäla Kåñëa: The cars nowadays...

Prabhupäda: Cannister, tin cannister. In your country these have been all piled up.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The cars.

Prabhupäda: Whole cars, useless, piled up. But then they are smashed and again melted and again crushed.

Çatadhanya: They build them so that in one year, two years, they break. Then they can sell more.

Prabhupäda: Because they have no other business. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm. Chewing the chewed. Make a car, break it, and again melt it and again make another car. That's all. This is their civilization, car-making civilization. No spiritual idea, no ambition for spiritual life. But they'll do. They'll do something. So therefore they are making, breaking more. Make the car; break the car; again make the car; again break the car. Therefore you are habituated to change.

Tamäla Kåñëa: If something is nice, it must be destroyed.

Prabhupäda: No, it has... Everything is destroyed, material.

Morning Walk                              June 12, 1974, Paris

Prabhupäda: What they have created? They are creating... But still dependent. Suppose they have created this horseless carriage. Now they are crying, "Where is the petrol? Where is the petrol?" So if God does not supply petrol, then all these horseless carriage will be pieces of tin. That's all.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Mäyä-sukhäya.

Prabhupäda: Can you create petrol?   

Bhagavän: No.

Prabhupäda: Then what is the value of your, this horseless carriage? You are dependent on God. What you have created? And what you can do? You can create war only to fight, man to man, and when you are in danger, then you go to church; "God save us. God save us." That you can create. And as far as peacefully living, accepting God as the Supreme, you can create war. That's all. That means... Like dogs, they create war. So this is a nice park. Why do you go so far? It is nice park. Now you create something to enjoy. Just like who created this building? Napoleon?

Morning Walk                  October 28, 1975, Nairobi

Why we have come to this park? We like this atmosphere. So similarly, in villages, everyone, if he has got some land, he can live simply 

without any gorgeous building. What is the use?

Just have a cottage and have garden. You'll live very peacefully. But they're constructing big, big skyscraper building in the downtown, and 

they will have to come here by car for some peace of mind,

and

in the meantime, accident, police.
This is the civilization, nonsense civilization. At weekend they will go to the village, country, and during the week-time they will work hard. This is their civilization, with the risk of life, running motor car eighty miles' speed. Every moment there is risk. What is this civilization? 
Most ludicrous civilization.

Otherwise the idea which I am giving, you can start anywhere, anywhere, any part of the world. It doesn't matter. Locally you produce your own food. You get your own cloth. Have sufficient milk, vegetables. Then what you want more? And chant Hare Kåñëa. This is Vedic civilization: plain living, high thinking. And poor thinking, poor in thought, poor in behavior, and living with motorcar and this, that, nonsense. It is all nonsense civilization. 

Guest (3) (Indian man): Car is a necessity, Swamijé, don't you think so? Car is a necessity.

Prabhupäda: Not necessary. What is the use of car? If you locate yourself to get everything, your necessity, then where is the use of car? If you require car, you have a bullock cart. That's all. Why should you hanker after petrol, mobile (Mobil?) oil, machine, this, that, so many things. Why?

Guest (3): Yes, but don't you think that it would be impossible for you to come mostly?

Prabhupäda: No, no. So long it is not available, we must take the best advantage. That is another thing. 

But gradually we shall develop a society that 

all these unnecessary rubbish things should be rejected.

Prabhupäda: Bandoì mui sävadhäna. So fortunately we got right guru. 

He has given us the way how to live, and that is happiness.
Munayaù sädhu påñöo 'ham... What is that verse I referred?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Today? Dharmaù projjhita-kaitavo 'tra nirmatsaräëäm.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Munayaù sädhu påñöo 'haà bhavadbhir loka-maìgalam, kåñëa-sampraçno yenätmä suprasédati. Happiness is there. Unless you become Kåñëa conscious, there is no question of... This is a false happiness, that "If I get money, I'll be happy." That is false. So many men, they have got money. We see practically. The whole European, American civilization, is based on this fundamental idea that "Let us have money and we shall be happy." And nobody is happy. Nobody is happy, a single man. 

Very big, big buildings, very nice car, very nice road,

but there is no question of happiness.

Always restlessness. Is it not? They are practically proved. And becoming implicated, karma-bandha, loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù, one after another, one after another. Because he is not independent, he is under karma-bandhana. If you touch fire, it must burn you. You cannot avoid it. That is not possible. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sar..., ahaìkära-vimüòha. Are you independent? Suppose if you touch fire, are you independent that your finger will not burn? It must burn. So you'll search after so much so-called happiness--they're simply burning their finger, that's all. Karma-bandhanaù. Yajïärthe karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù. So I'm insisting you about this distribution of the book. That is a service. If you can do some pushing on these books some way or other, you get material profit; at the same time, it is service.

Conversation Pieces                     May 27, 1977, Våndävana

Very happily. That is life. Eat very sumptuously nutritious food. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Bas. What is this nonsense life, from five o'clock in the morning driving big, big trucks, "Whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, Is that life?

Morning Walk                       October 18, 1975, Johannesburg

Education required, but we require what is actually education, which is not cheating. But we are being educated, being cheated. We are working for this body, which I am not. Is that education or it is cheating? If you say, "I am taking my interest," I'll say "I am taking water; I wash daily my shirt and coat." And that, is that knowledge? And what about you? Your food? "I don't care for that. I wash my coat and shirt daily." Is that education? You keep yourself starving and you keep your coat and shirt very cleanse. Is that education? This is going on. Therefore people are restless. He is hungry. What he will do, his cars and this shirt and coat and big building? Why they are committing suicide? Because he is not happy. There is no food for the spirit soul, what he is actually. Is that education? That is not education.

Morning Walk                   October 19, 1975, Johannesburg

The brahminical qualification is controlling the senses, controlling the mind, truthful, clean, knows everything nicely, practical application of the knowledge, full faith in çästra and Bhagavän. Jïänaà vijïänam ästikyam. These things are recommended, not that a brähmaëa should become very busy whole day and night for getting food. So çästra says, "There is no use of becoming busy for your food. Food is there already." Food is already there. He'll get his food. That is arrangement by God. But they are busy fool. They do not understand the God's arrangement. Only for food they are busy whole day and night like cats and dogs. Now this land is there. You can... 

Everyone can grow food if he works for two months.

Everyone can grow his whole year's foodstuff. There is so much land.

But no, they'll not grow food.

They will grow hammer, manufacturing it. You see? Tire tube, then atom bomb, then this and that. They are busy. They are busy fool. Actually they are fools, and they are very busy. Everyone is busy. There are so many parts in the motorcar, three thousand part, and they are busy in manufacturing three thousand parts of motor parts. So everyone is busy in producing things unwanted. But they have created a society in such a way that they have to do that.

Indian man (1): Otherwise they think that they not economically progressing.

Prabhupäda: Huh? What is that economical progressing? So that means busy fool. Fool, they do not know how to satisfy the economic problem. That is recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni: You grow food grains. Then all economic question... But why you are not producing food grains? 

Why you are producing iron stools and instruments and motor and tire and collecting petrol far away from Arabia? 

That is... Kåñëa never says that "You do all this nonsense." 

He said, "Grow food grains." Why don't you do that? That means fools. After all, you have to eat. So you are not busy in growing your food, but you are busy in producing tire tubes, motor cars, stools and instruments. Then how you will get your food? Where is your economic? First economic is, first necessity, you must eat.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But with the tire tubes and nuts and bolts they can make a tractor. And the tractor can help produce food, they think, much faster.

Prabhupäda: No, that is waste of energy. Because you are eating the bulls, therefore you require a tractor. Otherwise you don't kill the bulls. This animal will do the business of tractor.

Devotee (4): It will work.

Prabhupäda: But you want to eat them, so you must find out...     

Indian man (1): Some other means.

Prabhupäda: Replacement. That's it.                                                

Devotee (4): But man has to progress.

Prabhupäda: What is that nonsense progress? To become busy fool? That is progress? Do you think it is progress to become busy fool? This is not progress. The progress means lazy intelligent, that he will not have to work but he will get all the comforts automatically. That is wanted. That is progress. Actually nobody wants to work but he is obliged to work because his necessities are not sufficiently met. 

Therefore he has to work. He has created such society that he has to work hard.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. This understanding, that soul is different from the body, it is meant for the dhéra, not for the adhéra. There are two classes men, dhéra and adhéra. So adhéra means busy fool, and dhéra means lazy intelligent. But our, this movement is meant both for the dhéra and adhéra. Adhéra. We can make them really human beings. Never mind he is dhéra or adhéra. It is so nice movement. Dhérädhéra. Kåñëotkértana-gäna-nartana-parau premämåtämbho-nidhé dhérädhéra priyau. It is very pleasing both for the dhéras and adhéras. Why not? What we are doing? We invite people, "Please come here. Chant, dance, and take prasäda." So both the dhéras and adhéras, they will be attracted. Dhérädhéra priya. (break) You cannot make everyone dhéra; that is not possible. 

There is necessity of adhéra also. That is also... 

But it should be guided by the dhéra.

Room Conversation             June 18, 1976, Toronto

We cannot give any value to this type of civilization, 

running like dog with car.
Arrival at Farm           July 29, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

Prabhupäda: Let them come and work little, grow food, eat and chant. Why should they bother going to the factory, running at five o'clock? Horrible life, horrible civilization? 

Motor accident, delayed, anxiety, "Oh, I am delayed, I am delayed." 

What is this civilization?

Morning Walk                   April 30, 1973, Los Angeles

Svarüpa Dämodara: They call it convenience.

Prabhupäda: Yes, convenience means going to hell. That's all. It is very convenient to go to hell. Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa. Everything synthetic. Cotton is disappearing.

Prabhupäda: Useless. And big, big cars. They are charging thousands and thousands of dollars. But what it is? Tin car. As soon as the machine gone, nobody will pay for the tin even. Especially in this country, they are thrown away to the garbage. No value.

Room Conversation August 2, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

Hari-çauri: The whole country could be like this if everybody was Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: Very peacefully you can live. In the city you go, thousands of cars are running-ror-ror-ror-ror-ror-ror-ror. What is called? Flyway, expressway, downway, every ten yards stop for the light. (laughter) How artificial life. And with all these things, if people would have been happy, all right. But they're not happy, in spite of all this advancement.

Hari-çauri: Yes. Simply increasing their miseries.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Problems.

Hari-çauri: The bigger the buildings, the more anxiety they're in.

Prabhupäda: Not only many cars, they construct new roads, new... 

Increasing business, in the hope of happiness. 

But there is no happiness.

Hari-çauri: Happiness is the last consideration.

Prabhupäda: They are thinking that "In this way we shall be happy."  

Hari-çauri: Get more money.

Prabhupäda: First of all, paved way, then flyway, then another flyway, then another flyway, in this way. Bahir-artha-mäninaù.

Hari-çauri: They're always striving for happiness, that's all. They never achieve it, they never get there.

Prabhupäda: No. That is called mäyä. Just like the animal is running after the mirage, water, but there is no water.   

Hari-çauri: He simply runs until he dies. 

Prabhupäda: That's all. This is going on.   

Hari-çauri: Dogs on four wheels. (laughs) It was so nice sitting underneath the tree there, chanting. I was thinking, this is what we could do forever, twenty-four hours. No need to do anything else.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (pause) Prospective place, this. Very future prospect.

Garden Conversation               June 23, 1976, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: It is more expensive than carrying water and consume petrol? That is laziness. Once you have a well, then you save so much trouble. Get one well in each, our house. It is here very deep, uh? To get well? Tube-well? But there are so many creeks.

Morning Walk                               May 29, 1975, Honolulu

Gurukåpa: I was telling them we should come pick these flowers every day, this jasmine. Nobody is picking.

Prabhupäda: Oh. No, no, they will fine.                                                   

Gurukåpa: No, no, they don't know.

Prabhupäda: What is the use, coming here, spending so much motor oil to steal this? 

Gurukåpa: No, we are doing that anyway. We are doing that anyway. To pick these flowers daily, they are going so many places and being chased away. They would rather see them rot than to give them to us. They don't let us pick. 

Philosophy Discussions with Hayagriva das : Socrates

At night they sleep or enjoy sex, nidrayä hriyate naktaà vyaväyena, and in daytime they hanker after money, runs the motorcar head-break speed, neck-break speed.  Hayagréva: Breakneck.

Prabhupäda: Breakneck. And then what is the business? Searching out some means of food, exactly like the hog, he is loitering here and there, "Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool?" And this is going on in the polished way as civilization. There is so much risk, as running these cars so many people are dying. There is record, it is very dangerous. At least I feel as soon as I go to the street, it is dangerous. The motorcar are running so speedy, and what is the business? The business is where to find out food. So therefore it is condemned that this kind of civilization is hoggish civilization. This hog is running after, "Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool?" And you are running in a car. The same. Purpose is the same: "Where is stool?" Purpose is the same. Therefore this is not advancement of civilization. Advancement of civilization is, as Kåñëa advises, that you require food, so produce food grain. 

Remain wherever you are.

You can produce food grain anywhere, a little labor.

And keep cows,
go-rakñya, kåñi-go-rakñya väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. 

Solve your problem like... 

Produce your food wherever you are there.

Till little, little labor, and you will get your whole year's food.

And distribute the food to the animal, cow, and eat yourself.
The cow will eat the refuse. You take the rice, and the skin you give to the cow. From dahl you take the grain, and the skin you give to the... And fruit, you take the fruit, and the skin you give to the cow, and he will give you milk. So why should you kill him? 

Milk is the miraculous food; therefore Kåñëa says kåñi-go-rakñya väëijyaà vaiçya [Bg. 18.44]. 

Give protection to the cow, take milk from it, and eat food grains—

your food problem is solved.
Where is food problem?

Why should you invent such civilization

always full of anxieties,

running the car here and there, and fight with other nation, and economic development? 

What is this civilization? Therefore we require to take to Kåñëa consciousness to become happy every way-economically, philosophically, religiously, culturally, everything. That is Kåñëa consciousness.…to home, back to Godhead. That is intelligence.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.9.2          Los Angeles, May 16, 1973

So actually, human opulence means not these tin cars. Once it is dashed with another car, it is finished, no value. Human opulence means the society must have enough gold, enough jewelry, enough silk, enough grains, enough milk, enough vegetables, like that. That is opulent. That is opulence. Formerly a person was considered rich by two things: dhänyena dhanavän. How much grain stock he has got at his home. A big, big barn, filled with grains. Still in India, if I am going to give my daughter to some family, to see the family's opulence, I go to see the house, and if I see there are many, many barns' stock of grains and many cows, then it is very good. It is opulent. Dhänyena dhanavän, gavyaà dhanavän. A man is considered to be rich when he has got enough quantity of grains, enough quantity of, I mean to say, number, enough number of cows. Just like Mahäräja, Nanda Mahäräja, the foster father of Kåñëa. He was keeping 900,000 cows. And He was rich man. He was mahäräja, king. But see the behavior. His beloved son, Kåñëa and Balaräma, he has entrusted to take care of the calves or cows: "Go in the forest." He is well dressed with ornament, and nice dress, everything. All the cowherds boys, they are very rich. They have got enough grains and enough milk. Naturally they will be rich. But not that the cows and the calves will be taken care of by some hired servant. No. They would take care himself.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.10-13           Våndävana, November 1, 1976

Transportation is required, but we see from Kåñëa books that the inhabitants of Gokula... There was a meeting headed by Nanda Mahäräja's young brother, Upananda, and all the villagers, they assembled together. They discussed that "Our Kåñëa is being repeatedly attacked by the asuras, and it has become very troublesome. So let us leave this place." They are villagers. They thought it wise that "Because we are in this village, some of the demons, they are coming and disturbing." So they are villagers... Immediately Nanda Mahäräja agreed, "All right, let us leave this place." So immediately, they transferred the whole village with their possessions, cloth or something, everything, within one hour. And they transported by the bullock cart to Nandagräma. That means, the idea is the whole village was transferred from one village to another within very short time. So the transport is required, the transport by bullock carts. The bulls are there. They can be used for transport. Or the asses, they can be used for transport. But... And the camels can be used for transport. There are so many animals. So advancement, and big, big kings, royal families, they have got their transport service by keeping elephants and horses. They can get on the back of the horses and get yourself there. So nature's arrangement, God's arrangement is there. Transport is required in the human society, but you can utilize so many animals for your purpose. But at the present moment, ugra-karma. The transport is there, but they have manufactured big, big buses for transport, big, big cars, and the animals, they are now killed and eaten. That's all. This is civilization. This is civilization. 

Not to reduce the labor, but increase the labor.

Therefore they are called ugra-karma, jagataù hita, and that will create disastrous condition of the human society. This is discussed in Bhagavad-gétä.

So our this simple living... We are introducing the simple living, that go to the village, have sufficient food grains and milk, and the experiment is successful in the Western countries, in New Vrindaban, in Philadelphia, in New Orleans. So now the leaders of European and American countries, they are threatened: "This kind of civilization, if it is advanced, then where he'll stand?" This simple living... In Australia, one psychiatrist, he remarked that "If this kind of simple living is introduced, then where you stand?" So they want ugra-karma. They want to work day and night in the factories, and to pacify themselves, they immediately require drinking, illicit sex. Thence, by working on motorcars, they have no enough food, they want to eat meat, kill animals; and to digest the meat, he must drink. One after another. 

So this ugra-karma, they have introduced, but they are not happy. Because they are fools, they do not know their happiness is different. It cannot be had from the ugra-karma. Therefore here it is said, sarvatra vyasana? What is that? Jantor vyasanävagatyä, sarvatra jantor vyasanävagatyä. Your material civilization, wherever you advance materially, there is trouble. Not only on this planet, but in other planets also, I mean higher planets, where they live for many millions of years and their standard of happiness... 

Room Conversation with three Trappist Monks, Psychologists from the University of Georgia, and Atlanta Lawyer, Michael Green                  March 1, 1975, Atlanta

Prabhupäda: Our first problem is, because we have got this material body, eating. Everyone must eat. So Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni: [Bg. 3.14] "If there is sufficient food grains, then both man and animal, they become happy." Therefore our first religion is to produce food grain sufficiently to feed everyone. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva [Bg. 18.44]. This matter has been entrusted to the vaiçyas. They should produce sufficient food and give protection to the cows for sufficient milk. Then the whole human society, animal society, will be happy. But we are disobeying the orders or the rules given by God. Instead of producing food, we are producing motorcars. And motor tires, motor parts. And so many other things. And therefore people are starving. The manual labor is being misused. We are disobeying the orders of God. Therefore we are unhappy. I have seen all over the world. There are enough space for producing food grains. And if we actually produce food grain, we can maintain ten times of the present population of the whole world. There is no question of scarcity because God has created everything complete. Pürëam idaà pürëam ädäya pürëät pürëam udacyate [Éçopaniñad, Invocation]. There cannot be any defect in the creation of God. We have created these defects on account of our disobeying the orders of God. God never said that "motorcar-äd bhavanti bhütäni." He never says. But instead of producing food grains, we are producing so many unwanted things. People's energy is engaged for... Just like in America or in every country, so much energy and resources are engaged for preparing war materials. And that means there must be war. And you must be killed; I must be killed. You will kill me; I will kill you. That's all. Therefore God says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. The human society should be divided into four classes of men: the most intelligent class, brähmaëa; the next intelligent class, kñatriya; then next intelligent class, vaiçyas; and the fourth-class men, who cannot become brähmaëa, neither kñatriya, nor vaiçya, they are called çüdra. Çüdra is meant for giving service to the others. Paricaryätmakaà karyaà çüdra-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. So in this age, 99% people are engaged as çüdra, working for others. No independence. 

Otherwise brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, they are independent.
They are nobody's servant. But at the present moment, education means how to become expert servant. That means çüdra. So we cannot expect any good things from çüdra. That is not possible. Formerly there was monarchy, and the kings were called räjarñis, saintly king. Imaà räjarñayo viduù. These instruction are meant for the räjarñis, not for the çüdras. 

So the räjarñis, they would take instruction from superior authority, brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas, and they will accordingly rule over. And the vaiçyas would produce food grains sufficiently and milk sufficiently. 

People would eat very nicely, keep their health fit and

save time for understanding his relationship with God.

That is perfect civilization.
Garden Conversation with Professors      June 24, 1975, Los Angeles

Education means to solve the problem of life. And what is the real problem? Birth, death, old age, and disease. That is real problem. So where is the remedy for this birth, death, old age, and disease? That is the instruction in the Bhagavad-gétä, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam [Bg. 13.9]. We are trying, our struggle for existence means we are trying to mitigate how to avoid distress. We want happiness. And Kåñëa presents that "Here is your distress, that you have to die. What you have done for this? Here is your real distress. You might have taken your birth in rich American nationality or might have very good skyscraper building and very, very, nice motor cars. But you will be kicked out at any moment, sir. What you have done for this, that you will be insured for all this enjoyment. Where is that insurance? You are so busy in these affairs, but where is your insurance that you will be allowed to enjoy this?" This is intelligence. You will be kicked out at any moment. Then all your labor is spoiled. And therefore Kåñëa presents this problem first, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam. We are looking after happiness, but we must find out where is permanent happiness. That is intelligence, not that I create a circumstance where I am happy for some years and then kicked out. Why don't you touch this problem first? Then you are scientist, then you are philosopher.

Room Conversation                 April 22, 1976, Melbourne

Now these boys, they are also Europeans, Americans. They are coming from respectable, very educated.... They'll never ask for a chair. "Sit down. That's all." The necessities of life, artificial necessities, reduced, and time is saved for understanding the value of life. Without motorcar your life will not be spoiled. You can walk. But without Kåñëa consciousness your life is spoiled. So how.... We recommend that "First of all understand yourself." Athäto brahma jijïäsä. This is your prime business. And so far necessities of body, that can be done according to the circumstances. So if we simply waste our time for increasing unnecessary necessities of life and do not try to understand the value of life, then we remain animal.

Room Conversation with Richard Webster, chairman, Societa Filosofica Italiana

May 24, 1974, Rome

Richard Webster: Do you think it's worse now than it used to be? Can you say that it is worse, the condition of the world is worse now than it used to be or is it relatively the same or...?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, yes. Worse now in these days because people cannot eat even. The facility which is given to the birds and beasts... They have no problem of eating. But you have created such a civilization that people are facing the problem so acutely that they have no means to eat. Do you think it is progress?

Richard Webster: Well, I would tend to doubt it very much.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the problem.                         

Richard Webster: But some things have improved.

Prabhupäda: Many countries... Especially we are Indian. We have seen in India. Nowadays there is no eatables. The government cannot supply food, failure, the problem which is not even amongst the beasts and birds. The birds and beasts, they have no such problem. They are freely living, jumping from one tree to another, because they know there is no problem of eating. And human society, there is problem of eating. What is the advancement? And there is enough place for producing food. I have seen Africa, Australia. Enough place. If the foodstuff is produced there, ten times of the population can be well fed. But they are: "Don't enter. Don't come here." The Africans will say to the Indians, "Don't come here. Go out." What is this? Therefore Kåñëa consciousness is so nice. We say, "Everything belongs to Kåñëa. We are all sons of Kåñëa. Let us live peacefully and utilize Kåñëa's property." This is the best philosophy. But the so-called politicians and leaders, they are saying "No, you cannot enter here," immigration. America has got enough place to produce food. But they will, although they have gone to the United Nation, UNESCO, they could not find out any solution. Although there is possibility of producing ten times of the requisites of the whole population of the world, they will not allow. They will not allow. On God's side, this unit, this planet, pürëam idaà pürëam adaù pürëät pürëam udacyate [Éçopaniñad, Invocation]—everything is complete. You require water. They say three times water than the land. And the water is distributed over the land, parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù so there will be sufficient food grains. And annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. 

And if there is sufficient to eat, have sufficient eatables to the animals and to the men, then everything is prosperous. So where is that arrangement? There is enough land, enough possibility, enough water. Now utilize them and 

produce food grain, eat nicely and live peacefully and chant Hare Kåñëa and go back to home, back to Godhead. This is our philosophy. Why there should be industry? You want to eat after all. Instead of eating this flesh, killing poor animals, why don't you produce food grains, fruits, flowers, food grain, and take milk from the animals and produce milk products, all nutritious food, all nice food, and be happy and remember God for His kindness. This is civilization. What is this nonsense civilization? Now there is petrol problem. I see so many buses, and not a single man, one or two men. And for two men a big huge bus is being run, and 

so much petrol is consumed unnecessarily. I have seen. I went from Nairobi to London in a plane—only five passengers. Out of that, four passengers we were. Why? Why this nonsense? And there is petrol problem now. 

They are creating simply, the so-called advancement of civilization, 

creating problems, that's all. And that is due to these rascal leaders. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm uru-dämni baddhäù [SB 7.5.31]. They do not know what is the ideal of life, what is the aim of life. 

They are creating hodge-podge civilization and

putting the mass of people in chaotic condition.

This is the sum and substance.
I do not know whether you'll agreed with me, but this is my study of the whole situation.

Richard Webster: Yes, well, I can't disagree with that.

Prabhupäda: These are described in the çästra as anartha, unwanted things, no artha. Artha means there is some meaning. But they have created a situation which has no meaning, anartha. And the medicine, remedy for anartha, is suggested also in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, anartha upaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje. Find out this verse. Yes, Bhägavata. Just find some... This.

We have got solution for all the problems. 

If people take it, they will be happy.

Nitäi: Page 324. [SB 1.7.6]

anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm

The material miseries of the living entity, which are superfluous to him, can be directly mitigated by the linking process of devotional service. But the mass of people do not know this, and therefore the learned Vyäsadeva compiled this Vedic literature, which is in relation to the Supreme Truth. (reads Purport)

Prabhupäda: In Africa and Australia, they are killing the animals and exporting. So in other countries they are getting meat to eat, and so they are very free to produce bolts and nuts by industry. They don't require to produce food because from Africa and Australia they are getting meat. This is going on. Instead of producing food, people are interested in producing motor car bolts and nuts. So why there should not be food scarcity? After all, you require to eat. But instead of starting industries, why don't you produce foodstuff? What is this civilization? Produce foodstuff. The animals and the men will be nicely fed

Prabhupäda: All right but thing is that after all our prime necessity is food. So why people are not engaged to produce food?

Richard Webster: Well, in Italy they don't like to work on the land any more. They all want to live in town.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the defect. That is the defect.                       

Richard Webster: Especially in Italy.

Prabhupäda: You do not want to live in the village, farm. In your country I am seeing. America, the farmer's son, they are leaving. They are not coming back to the country. In India also.

Morning Walk at Villa Borghese     May 25, 1974, Rome

...containing three passengers, wasting petrol. Similarly, hundreds and thousands and millions of cars and buses are running all over the world, simply wasting petrol.

Bhagavän: When there was the oil crisis in the United States, they were giving reports how some person would go in his car, go ten miles in a big car to buy one pack of cigarettes.

Prabhupäda:         Stick to your own place and grow your food. 

There is no question of transport. Little transport is required, that bullock cart. Kåñëa was being carried on bullock cart. 

There is no use of petrol. Use simply the bull.

They are already there. Utilize... No. The bull should be sent to the slaughterhouse. Petrol should be used.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.3.10        Los Angeles, September 16, 1972

So that is India's Vedic civilization. Everyone is satisfied, self-sufficient. And now in your country, oh, you have to attend office fifty miles off. And because you have to take this trouble, Kåñëa has provided with car. 

You are thinking, "I am advanced."
You don't think that "Although I have got car, I have to go fifty miles off from my home." This is illusion. 

You are thinking, "I am advanced. I am happy. I have got this car." 

This is illusion. Yes.
Gaurasundara was going to maintain, and he drives fifty miles off, Honolulu. The poor fellow had to rise early in the morning. You see? And so much haste.(?) Therefore: "Gaurasundara, you better give up this job. Just depend on Kåñëa." So he has given up. What is this? Fifty miles going by motorcycle or motor car, how much tedious it is. But still, they are satisfied that "We are advanced." And because they have many cars, therefore in your country always there is that (makes traffic noise), "sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh," wherever I go.

Revatinandana: And more problems come after that.

Prabhupäda: Simply, wherever you go, (makes traffic noise) "sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh," and "gonh, gonh, gonh, gonh, gonh." Up in the sky, "gonh, gonh, gonh, gonh," and in the street, "sonh, sonh..." And then, when digging, "gut-gut-gut-gut-gut-gut-gut-gut-gut!" (laughter) Is it not? Don't you feel botheration. But they are thinking, "Oh, America is very much advanced in machine." And when there is that garbage tank? "Ghon-ghon-ghon-ghon-ghon-ghon-ghon-ghon-ghon!" (laughter) So many sounds are going on, always. Eh? Of course, you have got very nice city, nice roads everywhere. But this trouble... You have created so many troubles. And there are news that one lady was a patient. She became mad for the sounds. And I think they are thinking very seriously how to stop all these sounds. Is it not?

Room Conversation                    December 21, 1970, Surat

Prabhupäda: Actually there is no problem. Why there should be problem? There are 8,400,000 species of life. Out of that, human being are 400... Out of that, 80%, they are uncivilized. So all these living entities have no problem for eating. This 20% or 15% people who are called as civilized, they have problem. They have created problem. At least in India, say, hundred years before, there was no problem for eating, even for the çüdra class or any... No, there was no... The society was so made, there was no problem. Why fifty years? In 1933 or '36 in Våndävana somebody wanted milk, some pilgrimage amongst ourselves. So went to a house. So, "Can you supply us some milk?" "Ah, how much you want?" So it was about ten pounds. So she supplied immediately, one woman, and when she was offered price, "Oh, why shall I take a price for ten or twenty pounds of milk? Oh, you can take it." That is my practical experience. Milk was so freely available. So simply we are creating problems by godless civilization. That is a fact.

Haàsadüta: Once you said we are making solutions to self-created problems, and we think it's advancement.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Haàsadüta: We've created a big thing and then make so many solutions.

Prabhupäda: Just like we just take example from your country. You are constructing so many highways, freeways. Still, there is problem. Still, even in the highways, sometimes blocked. Aiye.

Room Conversation                  December 12, 1970, Indore

So he was a king. He has got very beautiful wife, very beautiful family, very palatial building, but he is not happy, we saw. So the foolish people, they do not know that in this material life there is no happiness. They hanker after these palatial buildings, the motor cars, the bank balance, and so on, so on. Therefore those who have enjoyed all these things but have not become happy, there is another inquiry: "How to become happy?"

Morning Walk                        April 20, 1973, Los Angeles

They are wasting time at night either by sleeping or by sexual intercourse. Divä cärthehayä räjan kuöumba-bharaëena vä. And during daytime, simply: "Where is money? Where is money? Where is money?" And as soon as they get money, they spend it for kuöumba-bharaëa, for maintaining the family. This is their business. The sum total of modern civilization. If they can purchase a nice car, that is the success of their life. Kuöumba-bharaëena vä. Not only for himself, for his wife, for his children, if he has got three cars. 

Morning Walk                       April 20, 1973, Los Angeles

Just like our (name withheld) Mahäräja is doing. 

He's earning one thousand dollars and spending in car. 

That is his Kåñëa consciousness. 

Rascal boy is so much captivated with the rascal girl. He's thinking that he's happy. He's spoiling his life.

Room Conversation with Mr Popworth and E. F. Schumacher July 26, 1973, London

Prabhupäda: Yes. Thank you very much for your coming. I have read some of your ideas. So from your writing it appears you are nice, thoughtful man. Muni, the Sanskrit word is muni. Just like Närada Muni. They are very thoughtful. So I have read one description of, "Crisis of Increasing Motor Cars," in this paper. Actually, we are creating a crisis. This advancement of modern civilization is simply creating crisis. One Vaiñëava poet, he has sung: sat-saìga chäòi kainu asatye viläsa. Sat-saìga means spiritual association. So we have given up spiritual association, and asatye viläsa, we have taken to material enjoyment. So sat-saìga chäòi kainu... There are two things, material and spiritual. So sat-saìga chäòi kainu asatye... "I have given up spiritual association, and I have taken to material association. Therefore I have become entangled." Sei karaëe lägilä mora karma-bandha-phäìsä. We are becoming more and more entangled in material activities. We are trying to solve one problem, and creating another big problem. Just like I was reading the "Motor Car Crisis." We thought that with a horseless carriage it will be very convenient to travel. But against that convenience, so-called convenience, we have created so many inconveniences. It is very nicely described in that paper I was reading.

Morning Walk                            January 10, 1974, Los Angeles

Now before these motorcars, people were walking on foot. All business was being done. But we wanted a machine like that, so Kåñëa has given us brain to manufacture. That's all. But what you will benefit by this? Therefore Kåñëa says, 

"You give up all this nonsense proposal." But they will not do that. They will create another nonsense desire. That desire should be stopped. That is desireless. Because they will go on simply proposing some nonsense desire... That is their material existence. Now, they have discovered this, made this motor, nice... Now there is problem, no power, gasoline. And if the gasoline is stopped, then your whole endeavor is gone. So this is their business. They are manufacturing something which will entangle him more and more. That he does not know.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Now they have reduced the output of big cars because previously they were making big cars.

Prabhupäda: Just see. Now how the business will... Another problem. The factory... How will so many men...? So they will create problem. 

Therefore Kåñëa says “Give up all this nonsense desire."
Gopäla Kåñëa: The airlines have laid off so many thousands of people because there isn't enough gasoline to fly all the aeroplanes. So they are just laying off people. They are becoming unemployed now.

Prabhupäda: Yes, one after another, problem will come.

Room Conversation with Professors      February 19, 1975, Caracas

Prabhupäda: At the present moment it is required that the leading men should understand the aims of life and introduce it in the society for the general benefit of the human society. In the present chaotic position of the society... Just like we see on the road, cars are running with great speed, this way and that way, but they do not know what is the aim of life. Ask any one of them that "What is the aim of life, and why you are running so speedily, and what is the business?" Everyone will say, "I have got business. I am going hurriedly." And if I ask, "What is that business?" "Business means to earn some money and maintain the family." that's all. So is it a fact that to earn some money and maintain the family or at night sleep or sex indulgence, is that the aim of life? So that is my submission to the heads of the cultural movement. Is that the cultural end, to sleep at night or sex indulgence and in the day earn money and maintain the family? 

Room Conversation with Reporter         March 9, 1975, London

This is going on. Therefore there will be disaster. 

It is already there.
Just like in America or any Western country, they have manufactured so many cars, and now they are flattering the Arabians, "Please give us oil." You see?         

Power crisis.
And if they stop manufacturing, 

there is unemployment.
And if they increase car, 

there is power shortage. 

So this dilemma, this modern civilization will have to meet this dilemma because they are going against the laws of God.
Reporter: You are not suggesting that all of that is just cut away completely, but that people...?

Prabhupäda: No, you require... First thing, you require to eat. So Kåñëa says that annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Produce sufficient grain, food grain, so that both the animal and the man, they will eat and become robust, stout, and strong. And they will be capable of working. So that is the first thing. But who is producing food grains? They are producing motor tires. When there is scarcity of food, will these motor tires help us? We shall eat motor tires? This is going on, so-called industrialization, producing unnecessary thing which is not required, and they are neglecting producing food grains. And I have estimated—I am traveling all over the world—that there are so much space even now that if you produce food grain, you can feed ten times of the population as it is. But they will not do that. They will create motorcars, and the whole street is congested. At any moment there can be accident, and if you have to go to consult a doctor, you have to go thirty miles off. Because the motorcar is there. I am diseased. I want to consult a doctor. So he must be in neighborhood. But I have to go thirty miles. And maybe, before going to the doctor, I may be finished, by accident. Anartha, it is called anartha. Anartha means unwanted things. anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm [SB 1.7.6]

Because the rascals are simply creating unnecessary necessities of life, so their only remedy is bhakti-yoga. Bhakti-yogam adhokñaje. But people do not know it. Therefore vidvän, Vyäsadeva, he has made the sätvata-saàhitä, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, anartha upaçamam, to stop them acting nonsensically, simply producing problem.    

Reporter: So it's just a question of when.

Prabhupäda: The book is there. You learn, and you be learned. It is already there.

Reporter: Do you foresee a time coming when people will realize…

Prabhupäda: It has already come, disaster.
Reporter: No, I mean a time coming when disaster is averted and people realize...

Prabhupäda: No, unless you take the real instruction, how you can stop disaster? You must agree to take the real instruction. If you don't agree, then you suffer. That is your business. But the remedy is there. The instruction is there. Just like Bhagavad-gétä says, "Produce food grain." The remedy is there. But you will not produce food grain; you will produce motorcar. Then you must suffer.
Reporter: But do you foresee a time when many people will receive that remedy?

Prabhupäda: That I do not know, but the remedy is there. If you like, you can take it. If a man is suffering from some disease, the remedy is there, the physician is there, but if he does not take advantage, then that is his business. What can be done? This is very nice... Every Bhägavata, every line is so important.

Those who are high-grade personalities, they are always thinking, "How these rascals will be happy?" Their only business is that. But their instruction is not being accepted. That is the difficulty. They have been described as müòha. 

Morning Walk                  May 19, 1975, Melbourne

...cars, they have come to botanical garden? No.

Madhudviña: No, they go, they park their cars here and they walk into town.          Prabhupäda: Ah. Why?

Madhudviña: They don't like to pay money for parking space. They park out here and walk into their different office buildings. [break]

Prabhupäda: It is said (Bengali). A villager, very poor man, he says, "I am very poor man. I live on eating the grasshoppers."                                    

Madhudviña: Grasshoppers.

Prabhupäda: Yes. "I have no money. But when I go to pass stool, I ride on a horse." They cannot pay parking fare, but still they keep a carriage. (laughs) (Bengali). Because the villagers go to the field for passing stool, so this gariba man, this poor man, goes on a horse. Leaves can be also utilized as fire, but they do not know that. In India they collect, poor man, and use as fuel, they cook food. All this dry twigs and this, that can be used as fuel, at the same time the ground will be cleansed.

Morning Walk                  May 23, 1975, Melbourne

Everyone is trying to improve his material condition. Therefore the motor car is going here and there, here and there. Why they are trying? 

Let them remain satisfied in any condition.

The modern economic law is that create new necessities of life.

That is the way of western civilization. They are creating motor cars every year, and the bank is prepared to give you loan so that you may work day and night. Take loan from the bank and purchase a motor car and repay him by working so their machine will go on. This is the policy, economic policy. Is it not? Yes. Keep them working, busy. But what is the purpose of this working? Now, when death is there, everything is finished. And everything will be finished, for that working? Just see their knowledge. 

Everything will be finished and for this purpose I have to work so hard?

Yesterday in San Diego one press representative met me. So I told that America is advanced in material civilization, all comforts of bodily concept of life. But why the American young men are becoming hippies and crazy. Yesterday, I saw, some of the girls came almost naked. So why they are dissatisfied in spite of so much material advancement? They have got enough food, enough shelter, enough clothing, enough cars and everything. There is no scarcity. Why they are disappointed? Can you answer, why they are disappointed? It means they requires spiritual fulfillment of desire. That is the nature. When in the primitive stage of life, a man is concerned about the bodily comforts. And when one is advanced or satisfied—not satisfied; advanced—in our bodily concept of life, the next question is about spiritual life. So America is in that point, specially. So unless you fulfill their spiritual needs, they will remain in such disturbing condition. So I compared it just like there are many zeros: one zero, two zero, three zero, or hundreds and millions of zero. All these zeros together—the value is zero. But if there is one, then one and zero, it makes 10. The ten times of one value increases. Another zero, it is hundred. Another zero, it is thousand. Similarly, this material advancement of America, if it is added with God consciousness, then the value will increase. Otherwise, it will remain zero. You may advance materially as far as possible. but if you don't take God consciousness or Kåñëa consciousness, then the value of all this material advancement is equal to zero. Nobody will be satisfied. So therefore this Kåñëa consciousness movement should be taken very seriously. It is the finishing touch of American advancement of material comforts. Then people will be very happy, and America is already leader of the world. They will be first-class leader. The world will be benefited, and you will be benefited. And my endeavor will be also successful. Don't keep yourself in zero. Take the one. Then it will be very nice. Just like... You can understand very easily. This life, very important man, but if there is no spirit soul, it is zero. It has no value. However an important man may be, when the spirit soul is out of the body, it is a lump of matter; it has no value. Anything you take—this machine, that machine, any machine—if somebody, some spiritual being, some living being is not tackling it, what is the value? No value. Therefore, everywhere this spiritual consciousness must be there. Otherwise it is zero.

Morning Walk                        September 13, 1975, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: This is called hog life, how to maintain this body. Kañöan kämän. Kämän means necessities of life. Very, with great difficulty... [break] ...kämän. Life can be easily maintained by agriculture and cow protection. No. They will start big, big mills, factories, motor tires, cars, instruments. Kañöan kämän. 

In the Bhagavad-gétä it is called ugra-karma, fierce...(aside) Hare Kåñëa. Fierceful activities.

Vraja-vasi: Haribol!

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Kañöan kämän. Unnecessarily creating problems. [break] ...one after another, one after another. Formerly paper was used only for Vedic knowledge. Now the paper used for so many useless newspaper, volumes and volumes and jasusi(?), unnecessarily creating agitation of the mind. And if you explain these things they will say, "This is all primitive ideas." Modern ideas means one must work very hard day and night to get a little piece of capati. Hm? What is the answer.

Room Conversation With French Commander August 3, 1976, New Mayapur 

Just like if I want to train my boy to become a medical man, then I teach him biology, botany, similar... So if... Because I know I shall make my boy a medical man. Similarly, we should know what is the aim of human life. 

Then we have to construct the social political, everything, favorable to that end. 

But they do not know what is the aim of life. That is the whole mistake. I think that in Bible there is a story, prodigal son? So we are prodigal son. We are all sons of God, now we have become prodigal sons. What is the meaning of prodigal? "Without any responsibility," is it not? Do whatever you like.

Translator: Run away from the protection of the family.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is our position, that we are sons of God, we have given up protection of God. God is protecting in all circumstances.         

Hari-çauri: It says "Prodigal: recklessly wasteful."
Prabhupäda: That's it. This is the... We are all recklessly wasteful sons of God. We are sons of God, there is no doubt, but at the present moment, recklessly wasteful. We are wasting our valuable life even, we are so reckless. So the Kåñëa consciousness movement is to check their recklessness and bring them into senses of responsibility, going back home, back to Godhead. This is Kåñëa consciousness. But people are so reckless, as soon as you say something of God, immediately they laugh, "Oh, what is nonsense, God." This is the supreme recklessness. India was very serious about God. Still, India is serious. Now, the present leaders, they are thinking that Indians are spoiled, simply thinking of God—they're not thinking like the Americans and Europeans for economic development. So this is the position, and it is very difficult, but still we can do something this to the humanity, by preaching this Kåñëa consciousness movement. And those who are fortunate, they'll come, take up seriously. These reckless prodigal sons, we have got so many examples. For example, just like there is some stock of petroleum and they got information that from petroleum they can run on cars without horse. So, manufacture millions of cars and spoil the whole oil. This is recklessness. And when it is finished, then they'll cry. And it will be finished. This is going on. Recklessness. Just as reckless boy, father has left some property, use it, use it. As soon as you get. The sooner it is finished, that's all. That is recklessness. There is some strength in the body, and as soon as he gets a little taste of sex life, "Oh, spend it, spend it," whole energy spent. 

The brain becomes vacant. This is recklessness. Beginning from twelfth year, by the thirty year, everything finished. Then he's impotent. In our childhood—in our childhood means, say, eighty years ago, or say, a hundred years ago—there was no motorcar. And now, wherever you go, in any country, you see thousands and millions of car. This is recklessness. Hundreds years ago they could do without motorcar, and now they cannot live without a car. In this way, unnecessarily, they're increasing bodily or material necessities of life. This is recklessness. And the leaders will say, "Stop this nonsense, come to Kåñëa consciousness," nobody will care. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm uru-dämni baddhäù [SB 7.5.31]. This is called blind leader leading blind followers. They do not know that both of them are bound up by the strict, stringent laws of nature. [break] ...how the laws of nature is working. They are completely in ignorance. They do not know. This is modern civilization. The laws of nature must work in its own way. You care for it or do not care for it, that is your business, but the laws of nature will work. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. But these rascals, they do not know how the laws of nature will work. They are endeavoring artificially for, foolishly, to overcome the laws of nature. This is science, rascal's science, which is impossible, but they are trying. This is called rascaldom. Stupidity. Do the scientists not say like that? "We are trying to overcome." Rascal, you'll never be able to do that. But this rascaldom is going on. And they're applauding, "Oh, very good, very good, very good." "Oh, you are going to the moon planet." But after all endeavor, the grapes are sour: "It is not useful." That's all. You know the story? The jackal? He tried for the grapes, jumping, jumping, jumping. When it was failure, he said, "Oh, it is useless. It is sour, no use." (laughter) So they are doing like that. The jackals are jumping, that's all. And we can see how these rascals are jumping uselessly. (laughter) So we are warning people not to follow these silly jackals. Be prudent and be Kåñëa conscious. That will make your life successful.

Evening Darçana                  August 12, 1976, Tehran

People are running like anything in the street, bahir-artha-mäninaù. They are thinking that this civilization, having nice roads and streets and number of cars and running here and there, this is... Bahir-artha-mäninaù. They do not know what is the goal of life. And if you ask the goal of life, "What is goal of life?" "After death everything is finished," that's all. "Let me enjoy." Åëaà kåtvä ghåtaà pibet.(?) Beg borrow, steal, bring money and enjoy. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13]. If by his activities he's going to be a lower animal next life, then what is the value of his so much business and activities? Therefore they do not believe in next life. Close the eyes. Never mind, where is the danger in front.           

Mrs. Patel: It is convenient for them to.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not convenient, foolishness. A rabbit, when there is some big animals, he closes his eyes. He thinks, "There is no danger." That does not mean he's out of danger. He'll be eaten up. So simply by concocting that there is no life after death, you'll not be escaped. 

Room Conversation with C.I.D. Chief          January 3, 1977, Bombay

We see practically a motorcar, when it is no more workable, it is a lump of matter. What is the value of it? Who cares for the motorcar? Of course, we do not see here, but in the Western countries there are many places. Oh, hundreds and thousands of cars are...                                           

Gopäla Kåñëa: Junk yard.

Prabhupäda: Hundreds and thousands. Here, of course, we have not so many cars, but there in many cities I have seen. They have gathered together, and then they are pressed and thrown to the iron factory and again melted in fire of... So similarly, when the life is not there, it is a lump of matter. So it is lump of matter. Just like the motorcar. When it was being driven by driver, it has value, but when it is not to be driven anymore, it has no value.

Room Conversation                      January 4, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: That should be stressed. First business is the neighboring village people, they should come, chant and take prasäda. And gradually, when they become interested, then they come, live with us, work with us. In this way they should be induced, bare living and chanting.        

Jagadéça: As in Hyderabad.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Then our movement is success. Our only motive is how people become interested in Kåñëa consciousness. We have no other motive. No economic problem... Economic problem is... What is economic problem? We produce our own food and cloth, barely, and spiritual life... On the farm it is easier. And if they are dispatched to the city for livelihood, there are big, big roads and big, big cars and big, big anxieties. Then wine, meat, and so on, so on..., suicide, their spiritual life finished. These rascals are protesting. They have no ideas of spiritual life. They think this is life, to be merry, enjoy and drink. "Eat. Drink. Be merry." How they are committing suicide, they do not know. Nature's law is very stringent. They are foolish rascal. There is no education for them. 

Still, if we try, many men will be saved.
So write very elaborately how to do this. Increase.

And in your country, we increase this farm project any unlimited number...
So much land is lying vacant. We can utilize the wood for constructing residences. And as soon as the jungle is clear, we can utilize it for growing food and keeping cows, as exactly they are doing in New Vrindaban. The cows are very happy. In our original New Vrindaban... What you have named it?

Jagadéça: The original farm? I think they still call that New Vrindaban.

Prabhupäda: No, New Vrindaban, whole thing. That is called Bahulaban or something like that? 

So the cows are free moving. They're very happy. You have seen it?

Jagadéça: The original farm I haven't seen for some time.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Last time you were not... I had been there. 

The cows are moving freely. They're very friendly, even to the children, just like family members. Yes. Kåñëa... You'll find in India one boy taking care of twenty-five cows.                   

Jagadéça: With just a stick.

Prabhupäda: Yes, with a stick. (chuckles) They are so submissive. The cow is going this side, "Raa-raa!"—immediately. (Jagadéça laughs) When in Bible they say, "The animal is given to the care of man," like that... There is. This is care of, not that "Because we care of, we shall kill them." What is this interpretation? How demonic this Western civilization. "Because Jesus Christ, the God, has given the animals to our care, therefore we shall kill and eat." 

Anyway, try to introduce a renovation of civilization.
Therefore they are trying to oppose us. Now they are conscious about the movement, that "If it is allowed to increase, then our program will be finished. And young men are taking. They are not rejecting." That is their concern. They are concerned about their business and industry. If these young men are held up in plain living, then where their industry...? Industry means to exploit the work of others and give them one dollar and make profit ten dollars. This is industry, at the cost of others some capitalist gaining huge profit. This is industry. "And let them live in a hellish condition, go to hell. Never mind. You work in the factory, and we make profit." The Communist is trying to take over the industry and get the whole profit. (laughs) That's all. The condition remains the same—hellish. But... What is called...? Complacent, he's satisfied that "I am getting the profit." All foolish. The Iran is also imitating European method of exploiting. They're bringing men from village. In India also, British period, they used to, that, but Indian people are little clever. They would come from the village to the city alone, not with family. They earn money and send to the family. And whenever they like, they go away. They're not dependent. And if you bring family, you have to work. That system is still going on. The village men, they come but they do not bring their family. Family remains in the village. He earns, he lives some way or other and sends money there, and the wife who is intelligent. He (she) accumulates the money and when there is enough money he (she) purchases land, investment. So... In after few years, when they have got enough land, they do not come back. They produce their own necessities. Very nice. Hare Kåñëa. As soon as they are self-sufficient from the land they no more work. That's a good idea. Remain in the village with family.

Conversation on Train to Allahabad         January 11, 1977, India

Rämeçvara: It's possible in India but not in America.

Prabhupäda: Why?

Rämeçvara: The American people are... They consider it backwards. 

Prabhupäda: That has to be educated, that backward is real life.
Rämeçvara: They think they have achieved a higher standard of freedom by traveling all over the world...

Prabhupäda: Where is your freedom? Where is your freedom if for your livelihood you have to go a hundred miles? Where is your freedom? Why you are illusioned? For your bread, you have to go hundred miles off, either by car or by train. So where is your freedom?

Rämeçvara: The freedom is in leisure time. They have a lot of leisure time.

Prabhupäda: Where is leisure time? You rise early in the morning and start for your office. Where is your leisure time? All imagination. I have seen in New York. They are coming from the other parts, starting early in the morning, two hours in the ferry and two hours in the cars, and standing two hours. What is this? Leaders, rich men, can think like that, that "I have leisure," but a worker, lower class, they have no freedom. That is illusion, and we are trying to give freedom to everyone. That is freedom. You are forced to go to the factory and work there in a hellish condition of life. Is that freedom?

Rämeçvara: There must be still education so the people will... Say we are one day...

Prabhupäda: No education, no. Education will be required only for the guiding class: brähmaëas, kñatriyas, not for anyone, çüdras. They are two only. Others will... What education required? Suppose if you produce... If you..., you are accustomed to agriculture, cow protection, there is no need going to college and schools. If you remain illiterate, still you can do.                                          

Rämeçvara: But in America...

Prabhupäda: No, no, America is not... I am talking of the (indistinct), the class who will guide the aim of life, brähmaëa class, and a class that will give them protection from injuries by others, kñatriya class. Then the next class, food-producing men, they do not require. Actually only brähmaëas, they require education, or all others, they will simply see and learn. So little education required—that you can learn by hearing only, that's all. Suppose a brähmaëa class says that "This is good; this is bad." So you hear and accept. It doesn't require to go to school and college. So education will be simplified. [break] It has become very much complicated.

Rämeçvara: They have given too much power to the people, so the people demand so many things.

Prabhupäda: Therefore they're suffering. Ordinary people, what they'll do? Anarthas. Actually it is anartha. They have created so many things.

Rämeçvara: They are very much afraid if we close down the gambling houses and the prostitution houses that there will be no more enjoyment. Life will be boring.

Prabhupäda: "What we'll do?" (laughter) So we shall give you opportunity to chant Hare Kåñëa and dance here. 

March 22, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Echo mano jano mandanam arpane.(?) Manuñya-janama päiyä, rädhä-kåñëa nä bhajiyä. You can very easily do it. And neglect it simply by dog race, four-legged, four-wheel race. They have no knowledge. Anthill. I have given the name. Anthill? Yes. These big, big buildings, anthill. And these four-wheel cars, dog-race. What is the difference between the anthill and the skyscraper building?
Room Conversation                        March 26, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Nobody knows goal. Everyone is living like animal. Many other goal. They do not know. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä ye bahir-artha-mäninaù [SB 7.5.31]. This is the modern civilization. They do not know what is the goal of life. And without knowing the goal of life, they are trying to adjust things on this material platform. That will never happen. Duräçayä. Now suppose this race... On the road we see so many four-wheel cars racing. Does it mean this will solve the problems of life? What is the difference? If the dog is running and I am also running in a four-wheel car, so where is the difference? (Hindi) What is the difference? Is that advancement of civilization because I am in a four-wheel Mercedes car and the dog is running on the street? He will also die, I will die, and he will have to change, he'll also change body, I have to change body. Next life, I may be a dog like that. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù  My problem is how to stop this business, how to get my real life. So one who is interested in real life, why 

he should join the dog race? It is all dog race. And they are taking it as advancement of knowledge. That is not advancement. They do not know how to stop. Nature will not excuse you. Käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya sad-asad-janma-yoniñu [Bg. 13.22]. If you associate with certain type of modes of material nature, then you will have to accept the next body accordingly. The nature will not excuse you. The business is that I have got this human form of life. I must fully utilize it how to get out of these problems. That is life.

Indian: So that is the big problem, because people don't know how to get out of it.

Prabhupäda: No, they should know. Here we are teaching right. Why the rascals do not take advantage of us? They do not know. Therefore there is preaching. Why Kåñëa consciousness movement is there? Because these rascals, they do not know. Na te viduù. We are teaching. Kåñëa is coming. Yadä yadä hi dharmasya glänir bhavati bhärata [Bg. 4.7]. As soon as they forget, immediately Kåñëa comes. He sends His representative to remind that "This is not your life. This is life." Now, if he does not take advantage of it, it is his fault. The knowledge is there. University is there. You can go, pass your M.A. examination. But if you go to the prison house and become a pickpocket, that is your fault.

Room Conversation                 June 18, 1977, Våndävana

Actually why I am taking massage and so on, so on? So that I may not die. So where is the scientists' guarantee, "No, you'll not die"? Has he any...? You'll struggle only. That's all. The scientists cannot guarantee, "No, you'll not die." That is real guarantee. "You'll die comfortably." Hm? Die comfortably? Now there is no appetite. Where is the scientist, assuring, "Take"? What actual benefit they have done? They are giving some... Nothing they have given. It is simply bluff. Things without which we could do, such things are there. There were no motorcars. There was horse carriage and bullock carriage. Things were going on. Not that without this horseless motorcar society would have been vanquished. No. There are other alternatives. Rather, they were complicated. As soon as you ride on a car, there is anxiety, especially in your country, so many cars. When you ride on a car, full of anxiety... At any moment there may be accident. It is not comfortable. If you are full of anxiety. Aeroplane may be. At any moment you can die. It is your time only. They're going in good faith: "I shall go there." But before rising to the sky, finished, crash. So many airplane has been... So where is the comfort? As soon as you get on the aeroplane, you are in full anxiety that at any moment there may be crash. Is it not? Then where is comfort? Real comfort is without anxiety. That is real comfort. Cäëakya Paëòita has given, real comfort means, arni akyavad(?): "One who is not out of home and one who has no debts, he is happy." Nowadays people are going out of home, and everyone is debtor to the bank and so many... The economic machine is so made that one is put always in debts for some so-called comforts, and he's full of anxiety. The whole month he has to work to pay debts. 

Conversation, "Rascal Editors," and Morning Talk      June 22, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kämasya, sense gratification, required, but not for sense gratification's sake. It requires only for living comfortably. You try to make the economic development, that is all right. But they have taken simply for sense gratification. "I have got one car, and there must be another three cars for my children and wife." This is going on, käma, increasing. Economic development... You require some occupational duty for earning your livelihood... That is allowed. But why more and more, more, more, more? For that, they are making scientific research how to satisfy senses. So kämasya na indriya-prétiù. You require some sense gratification not for the senses, but because you have got a bad bargain, this body, 

just to maintain it, not more than. That is varëäçrama-dharma.
So there are so many problems we have created. They do not understand. And this civilization are simply gratifying senses, so dangerous. And dehäntara-präptiù. And they create a position by very, very hard labor, and the body is changed. Then çrama eva hi kevalam . What benefit you get? This life, you make a skyscraper building, three dozen cars, and next life, you become a dog. Then what is your profit? What do you gain? They do not gain anything. So that change of body is in nature's hand. Karmaëä daiva-netreëa That is not in your hand. When the body will change, you cannot say, "No, no, I'll not change," because that is not under your dictation. So is not waste of time?

Prabhupäda:...manufacture the (?) parts of motorcar, easily you can go. So this rascal thinking this is advancement, "I am killing the soul. The soul is going to become a dog next life after riding motorcar." That is written, and they have no knowledge. But because you have advanced from bullock cart to motorcar, this is.... So rascal they are. They have no knowledge what is advancement. 

Jayatértha: The advancement of material science really means to complicate the problems of life.

Prabhupäda: That's all, increasing the problem. They have to dig out petroleum oil from the midst of the ocean. Is it easy job?            

Jayatértha: No.
Prabhupäda: But they will do it because they have got motorcars, they must find out petrol.

Svarüpa Dämodara: That's why they are called development of new departments of knowledge. With the rise of necessity, they develop new departments of searching out the unknown.

Prabhupäda: What is the use of this development? It will be problem after all. What is the use of such knowledge?

Svarüpa Dämodara: They fail to see that point.

Prabhupäda: That means they are rascals. They do not have clear eyesight, clear insight. They do not know whether they are degrading or developing. Just like the flies, with great force they will go into the fire. They think they are making progress, they are going to the light. They think; otherwise how they are going? Such kind of advancement. They are going to die, be annihilated, and they still, "Oh, we are going force, by force we are going to the light. Here is darkness, there is light." This is their philosophy. Just like a mad driver drinking drives recklessly to die, that's all. But he is thinking, "Oh, I am going with so much great speed." He does not know that he is going to die after few minutes. And that is their development.

Morning Walk Conversation       September 28, 1972, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: What does he want more? Suppose we require water, so there is ample water. You require a little salt for your eating, so there are so much salt. So what do you want more? Everything is perfect and it is sufficient. What does he want more? If you want more motorcar, the more motorcars you are getting you are risking your life by accident, and you have to construct so many flyways.

Svarüpa Dämodara: It is only in this direction that people are working so hard, because they want more and more.

Prabhupäda: They are working hard because they are hogs and dogs. There is no need of working hard. Nature's arrangement is so perfect that 

if you live natural life, there is no need of hard work.
This tree is standing in one place; it is not at all working. How it is standing and living? It is also living entity. The birds and beasts, they have no scientific laboratory. How they are living happily? So your advanced brain means you are spoiling, you do not know how to utilize the brain. The brain wants to be utilized for searching out Kåñëa, but instead of Kåñëa, you are searching out ashes, that's all. Brain is being misused.

Morning Walk                   January 23, 1974, Hawaii

Prabhupäda: Therefore, Bhägavata says, viñayaù khalu sarvataù syät. Viñaya, the four things—eating, sleeping, mating, defending—in any condition of life they're available. They're available. It doesn't matter in what condition of life you are living, but these things are available. Viñayaù khalu sarvataù syät. Sarvataù means everywhere, in any condition. This is available. And still, people are busy for these four things. Good morning. (to passers-by) That is assured, that any condition of life, you'll have these four things. Tasyaiva hetoù prayateta kovido na labhyate yad bhramatäm upary adhaù [SB 1.5.18]. Therefore we should not endeavor for these four things. That is already fixed. I'll get in any condition of life. Then? What for our energy should be employed? Which was not available, wandering up and down, beginning from the heavenly planet down to the Pluto's planet.  [break] ...available in any condition of life. People are making gorgeous arrangement for that thing. Viñayaù khalu sarvataù syät. Viñaya, material necessities, they are available...                                                                                                         Passers-by: Good morning.

Prabhupäda: Good morning. In any condition of life: birds, bees, insect, vagabond, wretched... Everyone will get it. [break] ...motorcars, in your country. 

If somehow or other, one can secure one motorcar, then life is secure.

Bali Mardana: He very feels secure.

Sudämä: Yes, yes. He feels he has freedom. He can go anywhere.

Prabhupäda: Only depend on motorcar.

Sudämä: Yes. Now everyone is very fearful because there is no gas for the motorcar.           Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali Mardana: They say that a man walking in the street does not feel so big, but once he gets behind the wheel of the motorcar he becomes very puffed up.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is natural. 

He thinks, "I am motorcar." He identifies. (japa)

Satsvarüpa: We say sense gratification is available for everyone, but they don't agree. They think, "If I don't have this nice apartment it's not the same as sleeping in a bad condition."

Prabhupäda: Bad condition, good condition, that is another thing. But you get it. You get it. Bad condition, good condition, that is my consideration, but things are available. Even the best apartment in India, that is not a good apartment for America. This is simply my mental concoction: "This is good; that is bad." I am thinking, "It is the best;" another may think, "Oh, it is lowest." The hog is thinking stool is very nice food, and I am thinking, "What is this nonsense thing?" So "best" and "good", it is simply mental concoction, it has no value. Just like these western people, what is their ultimate standard of best, nobody knows. Nobody knows. Just like hundred years before, there was no skyscraper building, but now even best skyscraper building is not best. So where is the standard of best and... It is all mental concoction.

Morning Walk Conversation      April 5, 1975, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: ...seeking the necessities of the body, but käñöän, with great labor. This is civilization. Käñöän karma. The ultimate end is sense gratification, which the dogs and hogs also enjoy without any hard labor, and they think that after working very, very hard, twenty-four hours, and driving the motorcars in three hundred miles speed, this is civilization. The end is the same—sex, that's all, which the cats and dogs enjoy in the street. And they have made this civilization, you see. Working very hard, and enjoy the sex. Is it not?

Conversation with Governor   April 20, 1975, Våndävana

The godless demons are very enthusiastic to produce motorcars, skyscrapers, brothels, and cinemas, and many unnecessary demands of the body, but they are not interested in producing food grains. This is the defect of the modern society.

Morning Walk                   September 3, 1975, Våndävana

[break] ...indirectly forcing that "You be Kåñëa conscious. Otherwise you'll be punished." Why police is so unkind? Because the indirect way is that "You become lawful; otherwise you'll continue to be suffering by us." So intelligent person thinks of it, and he becomes Kåñëa conscious. And those who are rascals, fools, bewildered, they think, "We shall adjust it by manufacturing every year new type of motorcars." Although there is accident... The increase of motorcar means increasing the death rate of public. Huh? And still they'll do that. It is becoming problem in cities in Europe and America. All roads and streets are always congested. They cannot drive even at ten miles speed. Still, they are increasing. Still, they are increasing motorcar.

Room Conversation               April 22, 1976, Melbourne

They are thinking that constructing big, big skyscraper building and motorcars and high roads and so many, so many, unnecessary things, that is advancement of civilization. No. Advancement of civilization is there when you know what you are. That is advancement of....

Morning Walk at Niavaran Park       August 8, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: Every one of us, we are attached to the body, and on account of being attached to the body the material activities are going on. These motorcars are running, karmés are going here and there, what is the purpose? To maintain the road? Divasa çaréra-säje. Miche nida-baçe gelo re räti divasa çaréra-säje. The body is given rest at night to revive, and daytime the activities for the matter of maintaining the body. But despite my all endeavor to maintain this body, it will not stay. It will give up my company and I'll have to accept another. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13]. So Bali Mahäräja says "What is the use of such endeavor?" Therefore big, big saintly persons, they do not care for the body. Lie down anywhere. But they are very serious about spiritual advancement. And people in general, they are interested in maintaining the body. It is not that we should be neglectful to the body. That example is also there. Just like we require fruits and flowers. So if we neglect the tree, there will be no fruits and flower. If we cut the tree, it will dry up and there will be no fruits and flowers. This human body, the fruits and flowers mean self-realization…

Prabhupäda: No, we should first of all fix up what is our business. People have taken this, that to maintain the body, to maintain the family, to earn money and protect it, these have become their business. They do not know anything else. The whole world is going on on this platform. Nationwise, communitywise, and everything. Other countries have developed, now the Shah is trying to develop equally. But what is the aim of development? The same—motorcar and accident. That they do not know. "No. They have got motorcar. I must have motorcar." But what is the aim? Same aim. Meet accident and die. They do not know what is the aim of life. Na te viduù. They do not know it. Duräçayä ye bahir-artha-mäninaù. They are thinking that by adjusting this material way of life they'll be happy, that's all. This is ignorance. The whole civilization is wrong because they do not know what is the aim of life. That is the fault. If they know the aim of life, then it is all right. You live comfortably. There is no... Who asks you that you live discomfortably? You live comfortably. But you must know the aim of life. That they do not know. Ask anybody what is the aim, why you are working so hard, why you are maintaining family, why you are maintaining body, what is the aim of your life? That they do not know. 

Morning Walk            January 24, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

(break) And they are living very rich. And if you make big, big cities without industry, cities cannot be maintained. You'll require so many instruments, machine. That means you require (indistinct). If you require food, there is no need of industry.

Satsvarüpa: I remember in school seeing films of India, and they would say, "This is very backward. They're living as they used to live hundreds of years ago by using the ox and the plow."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now we have, hundred years after, we have learned how to kill ox and bulls. That is your advancement. And kill your own children also. Rascal civilization. They say "primitive." I was talking with a priest in Australia. So he said, "This civilization you are suggesting, this is primitive." Do they call it primitive?

Satsvarüpa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: And what is the wrong with the primitive?

Satsvarüpa: They think it's shocking that the way they used to live hundreds of years ago, they're still living. But in America...

Prabhupäda: So what improvement you have done, rascal?

Satsvarüpa: Motorcars, roads, buildings.

Prabhupäda: So what is benefit of motorcar?                                   

Satsvarüpa: No benefit.

Prabhupäda: Motorcar benefit means you have to start big, big industries and neglect farming.
Gurukåpa: In America they can say, "We have enough food. We have no shortage."

Prabhupäda: We are not thinking "We have." We are thinking how the human society is having.

Room Conversation                  March 26, 1977, Bombay

These motorcars are running, they are running just like the flies come, phut phut phut phut. That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä, Eleventh Chapter. Blind. Expedite death, that's all. There is no solution. The solution is here, Kåñëa consciousness.

Room Conversation                  January 27, 1977, Puré

Gurukåpä: They usually argue that "Well, you see we have made so many big machines and done so many material wonders."

Prabhupäda: What is wonder? This is wonder for you, rascal. We see you are as good as dog. The dog with his four legs is running. He has no looseness. But your machine is now loose. Now you cannot go. This is your progress. A dog with four legs, he will immediately, immediately go, and now you have to wait. This is your progress, less than the dog. When there is dog race... We are going in the car, and dog is running after. We see sometimes. We see, "Oh, dog is running. You cannot have a car." Dog is free to run. You are not free to run, rascal. As soon as there is little looseness, dog will go hundred miles away from you. And you'll sit down here and cry. This is your progress. That race, you know? Tortoise?

Hari-çauri: The tortoise and the hare.

Prabhupäda: Tortoise and?                          

Satsvarüpa: Rabbit.

Prabhupäda: Rabbit. Yes.                                

Gurukåpä: You know the story?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Your scientific knowledge, your car, means you are more dependent. Now, suppose you have to stay here. You had to, some very important business. Now whole thing is finished. But if you have calculated without having this car, then you would have done your duty. So the more material advancement means more you become dependent, more you become rascal. That is calculation by Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. Jaòa-vidyä jato, mäyära vaibhava, jévake karaye gädhä, tomära bhajane bädhä. Anitya saàsäre, moha janamiyä, jévake karaye gädhä. My business is that how to leave this material conditional life 

and become free. Now, with this so-called advancement of science I am becoming more and more attached. So I'll never get freedom. This is the result. Because I am trying in different way how to get, freedom. "Yes, wait millions of years. We shall do it. We shall do this." Gädhä, ass. You'll die trillions of times within millions of years, and he is expecting good result of his scientific... By the time, he'll become a banyan tree and stand there by nature's law, and he's expecting good result after millions of years. So gädhä, ass. Duräçaya. This has been described as duräçaya. He's expecting something, hoping something, will never be fulfilled. They calculate. "Millions of years we shall get how to make life." And the, an ordinary chicken, he is doing this within seven days. And these rascals will have to wait for millions of years and wait that a life is coming from the egg, and other rascals, set of rascals, they are accepting. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura's statement is jévake karaye gädhä. He's already an ass. He becomes a more ass, big ass. Anitya saàsäre... More than. He's destined to change everything, anitya, everything nonpermanent, but he is illusioned—"Yes, we shall make it permanent." This is moha. Which he will never be able to do, he is expecting... "We shall do it." This is also called another logic, nyäya, bakäëòa-nyäya. You have seen bakäëòa-nyäya? Baka and aëòa. One bull is going and his testicle hanging, and another duck, he is thinking, "It is a fish. It will drop, and I shall take it." This is practical. This is psych... You'll see a bull is going on and testicle hanging, and another duck is going after him. From this baka the word baka has come. Sometimes we say baka. This bakäëòa-nyäya.

Gurukåpä: Baka, crazy.

Prabhupäda: Huh? Crazy, yes. He does not know that it is his testicle. It will never drop, but he is thinking, "As soon as it... This is a fish. It will drop and big fish. (laughing) I shall eat it." Another nyäya is ajä-gala-stana. Those who have studied nyäya-çästra... There are many such examples. Ajä-gala-stana. Sometimes a goat, they have got nipples.               

Hari-çauri: Yes, on the neck.

Prabhupäda: And somebody is expecting milk from that nipple. Nature's study. Therefore knowledge is in India. There is no doubt. If you want to become perfect, you have to take knowledge from India, this Vedic literature. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu says that take, assimilate of the Vedic knowledge, and distribute it to the other parts of world. That is para-upakära, real welfare activity. Because they are in darkness. What do they know, Western countries, about this knowledge? They think by this dog race..."A dog is running by four leg, and I am running by four-wheel car. I am advanced." That's all. That is Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. Moha, another illusion. Rascal, what you will do with this world, four-wheeling? You'll have to die like the dog. What you have done for this? You are very much proud. "The dog is running with four legs, and I have got a Rolls Royce car. I am so advanced." But, rascal, when the dog will die, you'll also die. In spite of four wheel, you'll die. What about that? What is your science says about that? Then he'll say, "Wait millions of years. We shall do that." This is science. When you put him in the corner—"Now, the dog, poor dog, will die, and you'll also die. What you have done for this?"—"No, wait. We shall do it." Is it not?

Gargamuni: "We are trying."

Prabhupäda: We are trying. Is not that science?      

Satsvarüpa: Yes. They're very happy about... They say...

Prabhupäda: Happy must be because he's a fool.

Satsvarüpa: They say man has only been in existence a little while comparatively. So he's just very young. He's got so much he's going to learn, and then, because he's young...

Prabhupäda: That means he is going to learn. He is not learned. That is another word of rascal.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.2.15      Los Angeles, August 18, 1972

People are trying that "We shall be happy by becoming materially advanced." That is called duräçä. That is hope against hope. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum [SB 7.5.31]. They do not know that destination of life is to attain Kåñëa consciousness. No. They do not know. They think, "By increasing motorcars, we shall be happy." This is called mäyä. That will not help. This motorcar civilization will be finished within another hundred years. It has begun, say, for the last hundred years, and after a hundred years, when... 

The scientists say the petroleum will be finished within fifty years or like that, so, say hundred years, this motorcar will be finished. So anything we manufacture, the so-called empire, so-called material civilization; it is finished, it will be finished. That is another knot only, that we become captivated. So "What is this Kåñëa consciousness movement? We must have three dozen motorcar and three dozen wine bottles and this..." This is their civilization.

So they have got so many cars. But the problem is that always they're engaged in making roads, flyways, one after another, one after another, one after... It has come to this stage, four, five. Four-, five-storied roads. (laughter) So how you can become happy?

Bhagavad-gétä 2.16                 London, August 22, 1973

Therefore, these meetings which we hold every day, they are meant for advancing in spiritual life. Here, there is no program how to become very rich, how to possess more motorcars, how to have more bank balance, how to have nice dress. These are material things.
But the çästra says, "No, no. You live with the minimum necessities.

Don't increase your necessities unnecessarily." 

This is Vedic civilization.
And the modern civilization is even increase your necessities—a machine for shaving your cheek. You see? Another machine, another attention diversion. More machine means more diversion of attention. I have to take care, more technician, more technologies. Simply if one razor can shave, can make my cheek very clean, where is the necessity? Formerly, at least we Indian know that go to a blacksmith and he prepares a razor, very nice razor. You pay him four annas, and it will last for your life and shave your cheek very nicely, daily or occasionally. But the modern civilization means that in everything there must be machine. That is the advancement of material... But the çästra says, "What is the use of taking so much labor?" Kañöän kämän. Kañöän means with so much labor. If you create some convenience by the so-called machine use, you create so many other inconveniences. Just like we have got now motorcar. Of course, it is convenience. But there are many inconveniences. Formerly people used to find everyone within the village. Now, because we have got big, big motorcars, we have to go thirty miles to find out a doctor. 

So the other inconveniences are also increased.Now we have to find out petrol and flatter the Arabians, "Give me petrol." In this way...And if I stop manufacturing, then there is unemployment.

In this way we are becoming implicated. By the so-called advancement of civilization, we are becoming implicated to these material activities and we are forgetting our real business, self-realization, what I am. 

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.2.9       Våndävana, October 20, 1972

So suppose you have got money. A man is born with silver spoon in the mouth. He has got money immediately. Then what he'll do? He'll throw it away? No. It is said that närthasya dharmaikäntasya kämo läbhäya hi småtaù. If you have got money, don't spend it for sense gratification. Kämo läbhäya. 

Just like at the present moment, if anyone has got more money, he purchases more motorcars. Formerly... Suppose he had no car. He gets one car. He gets more money—another car. More money—another car. In this way, they make prescription for sense gratification. But no. If you have got more money than you require, you spend it for Kåñëa. That is required. Try to satisfy Kåñëa, the senses of Kåñëa. 

Don't try to satisfy your senses. Then you'll be implicated. Actually the money belongs to Kåñëa.

So those whose brains are filled up with cow dung, they want to exploit this material world. It is impossible. It is not possible. Under certain pleas only, that "This political party will give you better chance for exploiting." But you cannot do that. It is not possible. This is called mäyä. In illusion, I'm thinking, "If I make certain more progress..." We see, in America, they're increasing the number of motorcars and the problem is road. One flyway above another flyway, another another. The flyway construction is going on perpetually. Is it not? And this is called advancement. The rascals do not know that "I am simply laboring, laboring, laboring. Where is the stoppage of laboring? " No. That you cannot stop. Your progress means you simply work hard. And because you are illusioned, that hard-working, you are thinking progress, happiness. That's all. This is called mäyä.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.3.10         Los Angeles, September 16, 1972

Petroleum, gas, that is diminishing. Now, whole modern materialistic civilization is depending on the motorcars and aeroplanes, transportation. So if the petroleum supply is stopped, then what will be the condition of the society? Formerly there was no need of going to see a friend thirty miles away, because every friend was within the village. Now, because we have got motorcar, we create friendship with a man who lives fifty miles away. We accept a job fifty miles away. In Hawaii Gaurasundara was going to attend office fifty miles off. In big, big cities like New York, Calcutta, we have seen people are coming to attend their office from hundred miles off. I have seen also in aeroplane there are many people... I have seen in England. Many workers or gentlemen, they are coming from Glasgow to London for working, by aeroplane.

Now, this supply of foodgrains, fruits, and everything, even milk... In our New Vrindaban, because the cows feel very safe, they give us sufficient milk. That is our experience. So you keep things in order according to the Vedic injunction, you get sufficient food. There is no question of scarcity. But if you become sinful, demons, then the nature's food supply will be ultimately stopped. You can produce your food in the factory... You cannot do that. You can produce motorcars to consume all the petroleum within the earth, and then you become no petrol. Then throw all these motorcars. Unless you find out some other energy That you can do. You can make things topsy-turvied. But by your so-called scientific advancement, you cannot increase or, I mean to say, stop nonproduction. That you cannot.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.3.28      Los Angeles, October 3, 1972

This is material world. They are saying "Don't... There is no God. We don't care for God. We are, everyone, God." But mäyä, the police force, is there, kicking on the face. And they are subjected to so many tribulations, miserable conditions of life. Especially birth, death, old age and disease. Now you don't care for God. So why don't you stop your death? You stop your death. Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, måtyuù sarva-haraç ca aham, "To the rascals and the demons, I am death. I take away everything." Sarva-haraù. Sarva-haraù means these rascals are trying to possess so many things: cars, motorcars, skyscraper building, bank balance, big family, big friends, big empire, and so many things. But when death comes, he cannot protect himself, what to speak of protecting other things. You see? So he's under full control, the demons. And every moment, he's under control. Suppose I have got money. I can eat so much. But as soon as you eat little more, immediately you are under control; you cannot eat for three days. Indigestion, immediately. And still, the rascal says that "I am not controlled." If there is little pain here, he immediately becomes: "Where is doctor, where is doctor, where is doctor?" And still he says, "I'm not controlled," and "I am God."

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.15.29         Los Angeles, December 7, 1973

They are advertising themselves as intelligent, but real intelligence is taken away. Real intelligence is that we are advancing in science, in education, in motorcars and motorcars everything. But where is our peace? Where is çänti? That is intelligence.

The swine is enquiring, "Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool?" But a human being is also engaged for that purpose, "Where is stool?" or "Where is food?" Stool is his food, and we are also, whole day and night with motorcar going this or, "Where is food? Where is food?" Divä cärthehayä räjan kuöumba-bharaëena vä [SB 2.1.3]. The whole day is spent, so many motorcars going this way and that way. What is the business? "Where is money? Where is food? Where is shelter?" And as soon as you get shelter, money, and food, kuöumba-bharaëena vä. Then "How to feed my children, how to feed my wife, how to feed my country, how to..., society?" That's all. This is anxiety. This is anxiety. They... Nidrayä hriyate naktam. At night they want to become anxiety-less by sleeping or by sex life. They want to forget anxiety. This is their business. Nidrayä hriyate naktam. They think that "If I sleep, then I shall be... Let me drink so at night there will be very deep sleep." That is not possible. You dream very ferocious dream, you are dreaming. So... And sex life, that is also temporary free.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.15.32        Los Angeles, December 10, 1973

You may try to keep in possession whatever you have got, but at the time of death you have to give it up. By force it will be taken away. Everyone should think like that. That is soberness. One who is thinking that "My family, my nation, my society, my bank balance, my skyscraper building, my motorcars—these will save me," that is not possible. That is not possible. That is the conclusion of the foolish person.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.5         Los Angeles, January 2, 1974

Müòhas means rascals, asses. They do not know that "By increasing every year new motorcars, I am creating another problem. If there is no petrol, then the whole business will be spoiled. That they do not know.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.21        Hawaii, January 17, 1974

Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam [Bg. 13.9]. Everyone is inclined to live, but nature will not allow you to live. Nobody likes to die, but nature will force you to become dead. Nobody wants to become old man, but nature will force you to become old man. Janma... And nobody wants to suffer from diseases, but nature will force you to suffer from diseases. These are the problems. But the rascal civilization, they do not know what is the real problem. They're dealing with petrol problem. Just see. Petrol problem, you have created another problem. Already there is problem. 

You have created, by so-called civilization, petrol problem.

Before these motorcars, the people were living very happily.

They were transporting. 

But there was no such civilization that for your earning livelihood you have to go hundred miles away from your home to work there. Therefore you require vehicle. Then you require petrol. Then you require so many nice road. So many things will be. But formerly, it was village. They will take it, "This is primitive."                     

But remaining primitive, you were more happy

than becoming so-called civilized, creating so many problems.
You have already problems, but people are so rascal, so blind, they do not see to the real problem. They artificially create problem and try to solve it. Instead of touching the real problem, that is set aside.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 2.3.19          Los Angeles, June 15, 1972

We are running our motorcars very fast, seventy miles, one hundred miles speed, but any moment there can be great danger. So actually there cannot be any peace in material life. That is not possible.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.1       London, August 30, 1971 

Oà namo bhagavate väsudeväya. So here it is advised: tapo divyam [SB 5.5.1]. The whole business is... Everyone is hankering after happiness. That's a fact. The karmés, the ordinary workers, fruitive workers... Just like big, big city, they are whole day and night the motorcars going this way and that way, this way and that way... "Whoosh, woosh, woosh, woosh, woosh, woosh, woosh..." Why? For finding out, "Where is happiness? Where is happiness? Where is happiness?" Happiness. But happiness we are not receiving because in this contaminated world happiness is not possible; therefore we have to get out of this body, material body. Then there will be happiness.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.3           Stockholm, September 9, 1973

This rascal civilization, they think this is advancement of civilization. They cannot think that with this advancement of civilization of industry, 

big, big cities, electric light, big, big road, motorcars and... But what is the basic principle? The basic principle is eating, sleeping, mating and defending. Just like the basic principle being stealing, you are thieves. Either you are expert thief for stealing diamonds or you are not expert, but you can steal one apple or one peach, both of you are thieves. So you are punishable. You are punished. The gorgeous thief, scientifically stealing from the bank millions of dollars, he cannot say that "I am advanced thief. I am very civilized way, take. I take, at a time, millions of dollars. Therefore, my stealing is advancement of civilization." These rascals, they cannot understand this.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.10-13        Våndävana, November 1, 1976

This simple living... In Australia, one psychiatrist, he remarked that "If this kind of simple living is introduced, then where you stand?" So they want ugra-karma. They want to work day and night in the factories, and to pacify themselves, they immediately require drinking, illicit sex. Thence, by working on motorcars, they have no enough food, they want to eat meat, kill animals; and to digest the meat, he must drink. One after another. One after another.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.6        Los Angeles, January 3, 1970

And we offer it, "Kåñëa, You have kindly sent this foodstuff." This is acknowledgement. You cannot manufacture this nice fruit. It is not in your power. You may be very much expert in conducting a big factory for manufacturing motorcars, but it is not possible for you to manufacture these nice grapes, oranges banana or rice. No. That is not in your power. Therefore a sane man should admit "This is sent by God."

You have to select a spiritual master, the most fortunate man. And who is most fortunate man? One who has understood Kåñëa, he is most fortunate man. Not that one who has got dozens of motorcars, he is most fortunate man. You do not know where he is going after this body.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.45        Laguna Beach, July 26, 1975

So similarly, we are running so fast for going to hell.
This is our position, because we do not know what is the destination.
If I do not know what is the destination and try to drive my car in full speed, then what will be the result?          

The result will be disaster.
They are constructing big, big roads, motorcars, and skyscraper building, but there is no assurance that you'll be able to enjoy it. That is not possible. At any moment, finished. Your skyscraper building, your big, big road, your big, big motorcars, it will remain where you manufactured and you have to leave. That they do not see. This is called müòha. Müòho näbhijänäti.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 7.6.9             Våndävana, December 11, 1975

So we are just trying to introduce the real civilization. Actually there is no civilization at the present moment. They are simply cats and dogs and fighting one another. There is no civilization. This is not civilization. Atheists, demons, they are predominating. And because they have got big, big skyscraper building and many motorcars, India has become victimized: "Oh, without this motorcar and without this skyscraper building, we are condemned." So they are trying to imitate. They have forgotten their own culture, the best culture, Vedic culture. 

So it is the first time that we are trying to 

conquer over the demonic culture with this Vedic culture.

This is the first time. So it is very pleasing that you have joined this movement. If you want to make the human society happy, give them THIS culture of Kåñëa consciousness. 

Lecture                                     Hawaii, March 23, 1969

That these motorcars are running this way and that way. They do not know whether they will reach their destination. Any, at any point, they may be striking each other and finished. This is not successful life. Successful life means one should have peaceful life, with great hope, future hope, without any disturbance. What is successful life? Even a man is not secure. He does not know when he goes to his office whether his household things are taken away by some thief. You see? Where is success? 

Successful life means 

he must feel secure that the government is taking care of everything. 

That is successful life.

He has no cares and anxieties. He's simply developing his spiritual life.

That is successful life.

Lecture                                        Tokyo, May 1, 1972

In America and other materialistic countries we see—here also, in Japan—they are laying down one kind of road for plying their motorcars. After some years it becomes a problem—another flyway, another flyway. So this is going on. This is called struggle for existence.

Lecture              September 30,1972, in Laguna Beach, California.

Whether you travel on a bullock cart or in a motorcar, your purpose is to transport yourself from one place to another. A nice motorcar may save some time, and you may feel some extra pleasure . . . But actually there is no pleasure. Rather, the bullock cart is more comfortable, because in these motorcars you are always thinking that there may be an accident at any moment. Yes, you are always afraid. And accidents are happening. 

Recently one of our devotees died in a car accident. Many people are dying.
So, material advancement means that you create a little convenience

and side by side you create so many inconveniences.                   

That is inevitable. 

You have created motorcars, but side by side you have created death by motorcar accidents. What are the statistics in your country? How many people are dying in accidents? [Someone says fifty thousand a year.]

In this way you cannot be happy, because the more you advance in materialistic civilization, the more you become implicated. The real purpose of life is to go back home, back to Godhead. We are missing the point. There is no guarantee that we will have a human body in our next life. By nature's way, by the evolutionary process, we have been given this chance of the human form. After transmigrating through 8,400,000 species of life, we have gotten this human form of life, with developed consciousness. We should use this developed consciousness to understand God, not to progress from the comforts of the bullock cart to those of the motorcar. No, human consciousness is not for this purpose. The so-called scientists are thinking that we have advanced in civilization from the primitive age because we have advanced from the bullock cart to the motorcar. But that is not actual advancement. We are missing the point: this human form of life is meant for realizing God, for realizing the self.

Morning Walk                                    May, 1975, Perth

Devotee: It seems as if the very things that they think will make them happy turn out to be the causes of misery.

Çréla Prabhupäda: Yes. For example, in the name of happiness they have invented the motorcar. But when two motorcars crash head on, life is lost. Yet people aren't inquisitive enough to ask, "We have invented this machine for happiness; so why has this disaster happened?" They don't have the intelligence to ask this question. They simply go on searching after happiness in the material world.

This business is going on all over the world. In this country I see that the girls are attracting the boys by their features in so many ways. And similarly the boys are attracting the girls by so many features—especially by nice motorcars. And as soon as a boy and girl are actually attracted and joined together in sex, the illusion becomes doubly knotted… tayor mitho hådaya-granthim ähuù. The word hådaya-granthim means "the tight knot of attraction within the heart."

Room Conversation                April 27, 1976, Auckland, New Zealand

At the present moment, it is rascal situation. They're simply satisfied by driving the motor.... putputputputputputputputput! (Prabhupäda makes the sound of a roaring motor). They are thinking, "Oh, how highly I am situated." All crazy. But this has been taught to them that "This is civilization. If you have got a motorcycle and you can come like the wild cat, (all laugh) then you are civilized." 

They are thinking how great civilized they are; we are thinking how wild cat he is. And what is the difference between wild cat and running dog and this motorcycle? Put-put? What is the difference?                            

Devotee (2): Nothing.  

Prabhupäda: And they're taking it, highly civilized way of life. 

Where you are going?
You cannot go beyond this earth.
You attempted so much to go to the moon planet, you failed. And where you can go, put-put-put-put? You'll have to stay here. But that rascal does not understand. 

He thinks, "I am going very fast." Where you are going?

You are destined to stay here.
That he does not understand. Not only this put-put motorcycle, the put-put airplane also. They're also trying to go to this planet around, round. That sputnik, first sputnik, eighteen thousand miles, and they simply rounded over the world in one hour and twenty-five minutes. And where did you go? And when he's tired, then come down again. They cannot understand, these so-called scientists, that we cannot go in this way. There is higher authority. Why it will allow us to go anywhere? 

Just like the horse running fast, but within the race course.

That's all. It cannot go beyond the race course.
And similarly, however heroic expedition we may show, you are, what is called, baddha-jéva, conditioned. You cannot cross the condition, that is not possible. Ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate [Bg. 3.27]. A rascal, on account of his false prestige, he is thinking, "Oh, I am independent. I can do whatever I like." Vimüòhätmä, foolish, rascal. Müòha, not. Vimüòhätmä, "especially the rascal, a special rascal." Ordinary rascal is better than the special rascal. (laughs) 

So all these scientists, philosophers, and political leaders,

they're all special rascal, they are.

Devotee (2): Vimüòha.

Prabhupäda: Ordinary man, they're simply rascal, and these rascals are special rascals.

Guru-kåpä: Vimüòhä nänupaçyanti paçyanti jïäna-cakñuñaù.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. Hmm. 

So don't be vimüòhas. Better remain müòha.

Richard Webster: Oh, well I was thinking of things like work, the work which people do, with that offered to God...  Atreya Åñi: Service.   Richard Webster: The work...

Prabhupäda: Yes, the service also, you must take sanction. Anything you want to do you must take sanction from the Lord. 

You cannot do anything whimsically and think that "I am rendering service to the Lord."

Richard Webster: Oh, yes, but then the sanction, would that apply to scientific activities like engineering, one of the factories of producing (indistinct)

Atreya Åñi: Would God sanction activities in the factory, technological, scientific world?

Prabhupäda: No, there is no sanction. These are all sinful activities.

Richard Webster: These are material activities.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You have created all these things. God has not sanctioned. God has not sanctioned for running on a factory. Therefore as soon as you run on a factory, you simply commit sinful activities. 

Prabhupäda: There is no question of stopping. If that is their livelihood, how they can stop it? That is not possible. But they can add this Hare Kåñëa mantra chanting. Then things will be adjusted. It is not possible to stop different methods of livelihood. That is not possible. If one can stop, it is well and good, but even he does not stop, he can chant Hare Kåñëa mantra.
Yogeçvara: But ultimately isn't our idea that the city complexes shouldn't remain, that things should become more spread out to farm and rural areas?

Prabhupäda: Yes, naturally. If this man is fed up with this industry, he can go back to village and produce his own food. But he is attached to this industrial activity because he is thinking that "We are getting more money for wine and woman and meat. Let me enjoy." That is the perfect, imp... 

But if he chants Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, his consciousness will be purified

and he will be made not interested this kind of work. He will go back to village and produce food.
Morning Walk                                June 17, 1974, Germany                                                          

Prabhupäda: Yes. "They do not do any industry. They do not kill cows. They do not go to cinema. They do not have illicit sex. They don't drink. No problems. Simply they're eating very nicely and chanting Hare Kåñëa." Show this example. At least, in this fool's paradise.

Prabhupäda: This is called hog life, how to maintain this body. Kañöan kämän. Kämän means necessities of life. Very, with great difficulty... (break) ...kämän. Life can be easily maintained by agriculture and cow protection. No. They will start big, big mills, factories, motor tires, cars, instruments. Kañöan kämän. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is called ugra-karma, fierce... (aside) Hare Kåñëa. Fierceful activities.

Prabhupäda: No, without finance we can go on.

Prabhupäda: No, our life is simple. We don't want luxury. We don't want luxury, but as we are accustomed in so many ways, as far as possible. But life should be very simple. 

To increase unnecessary things unnecessarily, that is material life.

After all, this, in the modern world they have invented so many varieties of occupations unnecessarily, to develop economic condition. Is it not? But our philosophy is that you cannot develop your economic condition than you are destined to suffer or enjoy. So one should not waste his time for so-called development of economic condition. He should utilize his time for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness, which was not possible in any other form of life. When we had cat's and dog's life, tree's life, we could not do that, development of Kåñëa consciousness. Prabhupäda: Yes. And vaiçyas should be trained how to give protection to the cows, how to till the field and grow food. Practical.
Nitäi: Not business also?            

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Nitäi: The vaiçyas?
Prabhupäda: Business, this rascal business, no.         

Nitäi: No?

Prabhupäda: Business means 

if you have got extra grains or extra foodstuff,

you can sell where there is necessity, there is want.
That is business. 

We are not going to open mills and factories and... No. We are not going to do that. That is çüdra business.
The real business is 

that you produce enough food grains, as much as possible,

and you eat and distribute. 

That's all. This is business.
He does not require any so high technical education. 

Anyone can till the ground and grow food. Is it difficult? 

This is the business.
The first thing is that everyone, man and animal, especially the cows, they must be properly fed so become very stout and strong. and then gradually become debauch, thief, rogues, prostitutes. Is that civilization? They cannot imagine that the modern civilization can go without all these things. Do they not? Slaughterhouse, brothel, cheating, diplomacy, roguery, drinking—without this, no civilization. 
We are quite opposed.

We want to show it is possible, yes. 

You can stop all this nonsense and still you go on as a 

perfect civilized man.
With character, knowledge, satisfaction, everything.

Room Conversatiowith Life Member, Mr. Malhotra December 22, 1976, Poona

Mr. Malhotra: For technology we have to go there.

Prabhupäda: There is no need. It is simply bogus. The first thing you require... You have got this body. 
You have to eat and you have to dress yourself. 

You can get from this land.
Keep some cows, grow your agricultural products, also cotton, 

then all economic problem is solved.

And save time to understand what is your relationship with God. 

That is India. This is Vedic civilization.

And America has imported New England and New York, so why not New Våndävana? We should especially establish this New Våndävana, because Lord Caitanya recommended, ärädhyo bhagavän vrajeça-tanayas tad-dhäma våndävanam: "Kåñëa, the son of Nanda Mahäräja, in the Våndävana-dhäma of Vrajabhümi, is the supreme worshipable Deity, and His place Våndävana is also worshipable." The Western boys and girls are taking to Kåñëa consciousness, and they should have a place like Våndävana. Swami Kértanänanda, who went to Våndävana with me two years ago, knows what Våndävana is like, so I have instructed him to construct at least seven temples. In Våndävana, there are five thousand temples of Rädhä-Kåñëa, but the most important temples are seven, established by the Gosvämés.

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) 

Theoretically, if our principles are adopted by the American people in general, as my disciples have done, then their whole industrial structure will be broken.
Guest (1): Not actually. Don't affect so much because all are not going to be... Even in India it is not.

Prabhupäda: This is one thing. This is one thing, that... No, they are taking seriously. 

And another thing is that if the public opinion becomes in favor of Kåñëa consciousness, then they will get vote and they'll capture government, because it is republic. That is another point, another. The most important point is: these boys who come to me, they forget forever their families or father, mother. No family. That is their great shock.

Room Conversation              January 27, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Satsvarüpa: If a scientist will accept there is God, then there is no harm in making scientific progress.

Prabhupäda: Then they will hear the words of God, Bhagavad-gétä. Then everything will be solved. Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù. Then he will hear. They will chant Hare Kåñëa and there will be rain.

Satsvarüpa: If we condemn everything they do, then they say, "All right, if you think we're nonsense, then don't use our printing press for your books."

Prabhupäda: No. You are nonsense, that is accepted, but do not think that because you have manufactured printing press, you have become God. That is our proposal. We give you credit. And we can also say that without your printing press, people were not dying. Formerly people were copying. Everyone's business was going on. There was no need of mass studying. Only the brähmaëas, they used to copy and they used to vibrate the knowledge. And those who were interested, they were hearing and getting the knowledge. So what was the harm? It is little facility that... The same logic: The dog is running, four legs, you are running by four wheels. That does not mean that the dog will die, you'll not die. You'll die also, and dog will die. So this four-wheel car will not help you ultimately. Ultimately you have to die.

Satsvarüpa: Because it is modern times, the Kåñëa consciousness movement can keep pace with all these things, but we don't need them. We can use this, but if we don't have it, then we don't need it.

Prabhupäda: We don't support it. Our business does not support. You can live without car, but you cannot live without rainfall. Why don't you take the important business? Make machine that the water from the sea can be drawn and saltless and distributed. Why don't you do that?

Satsvarüpa: They've put aside the big problems and doing little things.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Childish. Every day the consumer's goods are increasing in price. So many poor men, they cannot purchase. Your motorcar machine, that is not meant for the poor man. Poor man requires food grains. There is no water. What you are doing for that? They require bread, food grains. Supply them sufficiently. They'll be happy. Without motorcar they can live. You can live also. But without food grains you cannot live and they cannot live.

Satsvarüpa: They can't do it, but then, when we say, "Rains will come by yajïa," they'll say "No."

Prabhupäda: No, that is... You don't believe it, but here is the... That means you do not believe in God. Why don't you make an experiment? Ask everybody to chant Hare Kåñëa, kértana. As soon as you say you don't believe, then you don't believe in God, "God says." That is your disease.

Room Conversation               February 12, 1977, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. The other day you were asking me about the wages, labor.
Jayapatäkä: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So our point is the devotees shall work. So there is no program to pay wages.

Prabhupäda: We want that they should have necessaries without any difficulty and chant Hare Kåñëa. That they do not like. They want people to be industrialists, working very hard in the factory.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Hari-çauri: They're envious because they're struggling for their own existence, and they don't like to see us not struggle.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Envious. But if we develop this community project, farm, they cannot do anything.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, they appreciate this farm projects.

Prabhupäda: Yes. "Why shall I work? I am working for my own..., for the village." 

Prabhupäda: No. They are... And woman and money, that will not solve the problems of our life.

Conversation: Vairägya, Salaries, and Political Etiquette April 28, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Adjoining buildings... But the temple should not provide them with salary to enjoy their life. That is same thing.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Generally the temples are providing them with apartments, like that.

Prabhupäda: But that is temple.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Just like we have got so many tenants. They are living in their own. But they have no connection with the temple, neither the temple is paying them or... No, they are earning their own way.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In other words, if the temple provides an apartment, it's the same as paying a salary.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: In other words, giving an apartment is the same thing as providing a salary.

Prabhupäda: All right, apartment can be... But what is this? They are given high salary. Because his service is essential--"All right, you take apartment."

Tamäla Kåñëa: But not...

Prabhupäda: You take prasädam. But why salary? Where is the question of salary? Where is vairägya, renouncement? So in all circumstances the salary process should be stopped. One who wants salary, he can work outside.

Prabhupäda: In Los Angeles it is very freely going on. In the name of Vaiñëavism they are drawing salary, living comfortably, having sense enjoyment. This is not good, not at all. So you all high officers, you think over it and do the needful.

So these things should be stopped, that they should live comfortably with husband and wife, children, and take salary from the... You decide. This is not to our... Besides that, in our BBT it is clearly written that "Fifty percent for printing book, and fifty percent for..." So you cannot violate this. Those who can give voluntary service, "Welcome." Otherwise we don't require. At least they should not be given any salary. That is very bad. This is against principle.

Giriräja: So that principle about living together and salary...

Prabhupäda: That is...

Giriräja: That is meant to apply everywhere in the society.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. This is exploitation of the society.

Giriräja: I know. Since I've been preaching more, I've been able to see how much labor and endeavor is going in just to maintain so many idle people. I know you've been saying this for a long time, and now, you know, I feel the strength to actually change that, that only those who are really sincere workers can stay.

Prabhupäda: Otherwise no need. We need their service, but not by being salaried. That is not good.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's all. Why salary? Kåñëa's servant. We are eternal servant. 

That is the beauty of our institution. We have no hired men. Unless one is sincere, why he'll work?

Prabhupäda: So therefore must be the real center. Nobody is paying us any salary, superficially. But why we are working?
Akñayänanda: So the idea is to save it.
Prabhupäda: Real thing is how to save it. In business circle they say, 

"To earn money is not difficult, but to spend money is difficult." 

That is intelligence.
To earn money is not difficult because we do not earn. Whatever Kåñëa gives, we take it. But if Kåñëa's money is not squandered, misspent, that is intelligence. So we have to see first of all present... I know that. So much money is squandered. Just like the other day. To secure one eye glass... It is four annas' worth. We have spent at least twenty rupees. In this way our money is being squandered.

Mr. Myer: Actually, as you said the other day very rightly, what is really important now is to try and make things very common, you know, as Prabhupäda says...

Prabhupäda: To earn money, to bring money, is not difficult for us, 

but whatever money is being spent, if we can save money, 

that is intelligence.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore I say... It is practical. To earn money is not difficult, at least for me. But to save money is difficult thing, because that is not in my hand. So let us see how much money we save. Increase the income, that we can do. And there is no problem. 

I think this is a maxim that "To earn money is not difficult. 

To save money is difficult."

Whatever property we have now made, Kåñëa has given us. But now, to maintain this, to save this prestigious position, that is difficult. Little mismanagement, there may be so many difficulties.
Room Conversation with Researchers Magazine                  July 24, 1973, London

Prabhupäda: That, that... Gandhi wanted to solve it, but you rejected. Gandhi wanted it to... Village organization. He started that Warda Ashram. But you have rejected. What Gandhi can do? That was good proposal--to remain satisfied in one's own place. That was Gandhi's proposal. That "Don't go to the city, town, for so-called better advantage of life. Remain in your own home, produce your food, and be satisfied there." That was Gandhi's policy. The economic problem he wanted to solve by keeping cows, by agriculture, by spinning thread. "You want food, shelter and cloth? Produce here, and remain here. Don't be allured by the capitalists and go to cities and engage in industries." But Jawaharlal Nehru wanted, overnight, to Americanize the whole India. That is the folly.

Vaiçya, it is said that kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. Now the vaiçyas, they are in the share market speculating.            

Reporter: Hm. There are no more vaiçyas. (laughs) Exactly.
Prabhupäda: Industrialists. Industrialists means çüdras. So if they're çüdras, why they should claim as...

Reporter: Vaiçyas.

Prabhupäda: This is government's duty. To see, 

"Why you are claiming vaiçya?

If your industry is to produce food grains, agriculture, give protection to the cows..."

Prabhupäda: They are trying to solve one problem, but creating another hundreds of problems.
Bharadväja: What are some of the examples?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Bharadväja: What is some example of that?

Prabhupäda: Just like you create a motorcar for easy transportation, and you have experience: the power problem, the accident problem. If there is no power problem, you get more petrol, and you commit more accidents. And you stop car, then you are unable to move, because you now you have created city. If you want to go to consult a doctor, you have to go thirty miles from your residence. You require doctor, but because you have now car, you have big, big roads. So your doctor, medical consultant, is living thirty miles off. So you have to ride on cars to go to the market, to go to the office, to go to the medical man. So car is required. And as soon as car is there, the accident is there, and there is, power shortage is there, you require big, big roads, so on, so on, so on.                              

Hari-çauri: Pollution.

Prabhupäda: So where is the solution of your problems? It has created more problems.

Kértanänanda: So village life is best.

Prabhupäda: That is the best life. That you develop. It will be an ideal thing. You haven't got to go office fifty miles off. 
Just get little vegetables and milk, bas, your problem is solved. 

It is practical.
Why you should go fifty miles off?

Room Conversation                     October 5, 1975, Mauritius

Prabhupäda: ...So literature is there. But one thing is that you must be placed in sadäcära, well behaved. So you have to sacrifice, especially your long hair. And if you sacrifice your hair, we can export it and get some money. (laughter) Because in Western countries they want these hairs to make wigs. Yes. So just... (Hindi) As they have been trained up to rise early in the morning, this will give you spiritual strength. If you simply becomes a gramophone speaker, then it will not be effective. Gramophone or tape record speaker, that will not be. You must be live speaker. Your living condition should be spiritually, what is called, surcharged. So that means you must be trained up how to rise early in the morning, take your bath, cleanse yourself, chant Hare Kåñëa mantra. Then you will be spiritually strong. When you are spiritually strong, if you speak something on spiritual subject matter, then it will be effective. Otherwise it will be just like tape record playing. So this is required. And you should... You are asking something?

Guest (1): No.

Prabhupäda: And gradually, when you are well behaving, then you shall be initiated to chant Hare Kåñëa mantra. That will give you strength, spiritual power. Strictly observe the regulative principles—no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no intoxication, no gambling. It is very simple. Read these literatures, chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, and observe these regulations. Then you will become gradually powerful. Your speeches will be effective. People will like you.

Guest (2) (Indian man): Now the program in the village, Swamijé, how to...

Prabhupäda: Village... Just like you acquire some land. That you will get. It is not very... Is it difficult?

Guest (2): No, sir.

Prabhupäda: Just we are doing so many places. So you produce your own food grains, 

not for making money
but just for feeding yourself and the animals, cows. 

Keep cows, as many cows as possible,

and produce, till the ground, field, and make water supply arrangement. If the investment is required, we shall do that. You have no worry about investment. We shall bring money from anywhere. But the work must be done very nicely. There must be good arrangement for water supply and for plowing and keeping the cows in order. Then you get sufficient milk, sufficient food grains and produce your own cloth. The girls and ladies, they can spine (spin) thread, and from the thread you make cloth, handlooms. So your first necessities of life, eating, and make little cottage, sleeping... And if you want sex, get yourself married, live peacefully. And when you are there you can defend yourself. So the first necessity is how to eat and how to cover. That you have to provide. That is not difficult. You can do it. And then 

you become peaceful, no anxiety for your maintenance.

And then cultivate this spiritual knowledge the same way. 

Have a temple there.

Have... Go on chanting, offering prasädam. You have got your food grains. Don't be dependent on anyone else. Become self-independent.          

And don't be after money.
Simply produce your bare necessities of life. Keep yourself fit, strong. And chant Hare Kåñëa, read book. Then you'll grow strong. Is there any difficulty?                             

Guest (1): No, Swamijé.

Guest (2): To bring more people in our movement...

Prabhupäda: They should be trained up, more people. Just like I went alone in Europe and America. So I have trained them. So it will depend on your training power, the more people will be attracted. If you advertise, "Come here," and if you have no power to attract them, then it will not be... You must be attractive to bring them. And that is spiritual attraction. You must behave yourself nicely. Then people will come. If you become purified, then naturally they will come. Just like if you prepare nice preparation with pure ghee, customers will be naturally attracted and they will pay and purchase. And if you prepare rubbish thing, one man may be cheated, but that will not be attraction for the general. Purity is required. That will attract. Paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramaà bhavän. One must be pure. Then he will be able to attract. So if they see practically that "These people are very happy; they have no anxiety," then they will be attracted. Is it not? What is the difficulty? But if you want brothel and night dancing and wine and meat-eating, then it is spoiled. It becomes impure. To become pure is not at all difficult. Rather, to become impure, it is difficult. But people, with all difficulties, they are becoming impure. Otherwise 

the idea which I am giving, you can start anywhere, anywhere, any part of the world. It doesn't matter. 

Locally you produce your own food.

You get your own cloth.

Have sufficient vegetables. milk,

Then what you want more? 

And chant Hare Kåñëa. 

This is Vedic civilization:
plain living, high thinking. And poor thinking, poor in thought, poor in behavior, and living with motorcar and this, that, nonsense. It is all nonsense civilization. 

Guest (3) (Indian man): Car is a necessity, Swamijé, don't you think so? Car is a necessity.

Prabhupäda: Not necessary. What is the use of car? If you locate yourself to get everything, your necessity, then where is the use of car? If you require car, you have a bullock cart. That's all. Why should you hanker after petrol, mobile (Mobil?) oil, machine, this, that, so many things. Why?

Guest (3): Yes, but don't you think that it would be impossible for you to come mostly?

Prabhupäda: No, no. So long it is not available, we must take the best advantage. That is another thing. 

But gradually we shall develop a society that 

all these unnecessary rubbish things should be rejected. 

That is the idea.

Jïäna: ...to attain the necessary finances to support the programs here.

Prabhupäda: Beg. Sell book. That's all. Otherwise how you get finance?

The policy should be that you should be self-sufficient

and save time for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness. 

That is wanted.

avad-ärtha prayojanam. Yuktähära-vihärasya yogo bhavati siddhi-daù. You shall eat whatever you require for proper upkeep of the body, not eating too much and sleeping whole day. Don't do that. Eat only what is absolutely necessary. Then you'll never be in want. People are engaged in material civilization means they are increasing the bodily demands, unnecessary. Just like this park. Why we have come to this park? We like this atmosphere. So similarly, in villages, everyone, if he has got some land, 

he can live simply 

without any gorgeous building. What is the use?

Just have a cottage and have garden. 

You'll live very peacefully. 

But they're constructing big, big skyscraper building in the downtown, and they will have to come here by car for some peace of mind, and in the meantime, accident, police. Indian man (1): But that's actually best food, you know. In Punjab they use that. They store it for a year.

Prabhupäda: But you do not know how to be happy.

Prabhupäda: No, then you will require extra energy.

Prabhupäda: No, no, the next question will be, "If you get sufficient grain for eating, why should you take to industry?"            

Justin Murphy: To make money, very simply.
Prabhupäda: Then what for, money? Money means you require the necessities of life. So...

Prabhupäda: But therefore, there are two ways of living. One way of living is called material enjoyment, or sense enjoyment. This is one way of life. In Sanskrit it is called pravåtti-märga, "How to enjoy more, more, more, more, more." This is called pravåtti-märga. That is going on. The whole... At the present moment the whole civilization, throughout the whole world--everyone is trying to get more money. More money means more sense enjoyment. More money means more sense enjoyment. This is called pravåtti-märga.
Justin Murphy: Well, maybe less enjoyment but more possessions.

Prabhupäda: No, enjoyment in this way of life more sense enjoyment, you will never be able to enjoy or happiness. That is not possible. That is the nature's way. (Aside:) You can close the door. If you simply want to enjoy, you can enjoy. But you will create more miseries. So this is one way of life, that you enjoy your senses and create more miseries. This is one way of life. 

And if you want to decrease your miseries, then there is another life, which is called simple life.

Simple life means you produce your food and you produce your cloth so you dress yourself nicely, you eat, yourself, nicely, keep yourself fit and glorify the Lord. This is one way of life. And the other way of life, that "We don't care for the Lord. Let us enjoy the senses to the topmost capacity and be happy..." So this way of life will never make you happy. You will simply go on struggling. This is one way of life. Another way of life, that the human life is meant for God realization...

Morning Walk                              October 3, 1975, Mauritius

Prabhupäda: And what about your death? (aside:) Stop. The chicken is also dying; you are also dying. What is your improvement? That they cannot say. Real problem they cannot solve. Simply a little high standard of living, and they think this is advancement. And the Western civilization is influencing all other parts of the world in that way--"Improve the standard of living." There is no improvement, but it is mäyä; they are thinking, "This is improvement."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Progress.

Prabhupäda: Progress, yes. The progress is that they have got motorcar, and they have progressed how to die quickly. This is the progress. At any moment he can die. As soon as he on the car, 70 miles speed, that means taking the risk of dying at any moment. This is the progress. Formerly people were going in bullock cart or horse carriage from one village to another. "That was primitive. Now we can go hundred miles away from home for earning money and taking risk to die at any moment. That is progress." Is it not?

Brahmänanda: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: Formerly they were satisfied by tilling the ground, getting food grains. Now they have started factories. At the cost of thousands of men's labor, some director is getting money and enjoying life. That is progress. And these rascals, laborers, they are thinking that "These men are getting the profit, cream of this business. We are working. Why not take ourself?" That is Communism.

Morning Walk                               October 7, 1975, Durban

Prabhupäda: That is the specific position of Vedic culture. The habit, that tendency is there, but by Indian Vedic culture these base tendencies are checked and they are made, I mean to say, given opportunity to advance. That is brahminical culture. The brähmaëas voluntarily rejected all these. That is ideal, that "Here is an idea!" But here at the present moment there is no such idea! Everyone is after material enjoyment. 

There is no ideal that "Here is a person who doesn't care for anything. 

Still he is so exalted."

That is wanted. That ideal is not now. 

Therefore I am trying to create such ideal men.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It is happening actually by this movement.

Prabhupäda: We are not for material opulence. We are for ideal character. 

That is wanted.
But they have no idea that there can be a class of men, ideal character, ideal knowledge, ideal advancement. They have no such idea. "Simply bring money and enjoy sense gratification," that's all. In that way they will never be happy, but foolish person, they have no leader to give them ideal and neither by nature they are not inclined. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum. Who is giving them ideal that "Come to God, and you will be satisfied"? Nobody is giving. They are simply duräçayä. They are thinking by material opulence they will be happy. This is their ignorance. Therefore so much struggle all over the world. It is not the question of India or America. It is the material way of life.

Morning Walk                            Durban, October 13, 1975 

... karma bandha phasa: one after another. Asate vilasa: material enjoyment means implicated in unnecessary activities.  If people are satisfied, plain living, then these things are not necessary: 

go into the ocean, find out oil, then bring it in the port, then distribute it, so many, one after another.  That, this kind of civilization, they think it is advanced.  And to live very plainly, minimizing this unnecessary activity, they think it is not civilization.

Morning Walk                           October 16, 1975, Johannesburg

Harikeça: So actually this money doesn't even exist in Vedic society--money.

Prabhupäda: Money is not required. You require things.
Just like instead of money, you are getting papers. Money means gold. Where is gold? You are cheated. Money means gold. So instead of possessing gold, you are possessing some paper, written there, "hundred dollars." And you are such a fool, you are satisfied. You are being cheated. Bank's check and currency notes, you keep it in your..., "Oh, here is my money." Is that money? Just see.

Devotee (3): They only do that to make it easier for them, because they've got so much money that they can't carry it...

Prabhupäda: That's all right, but actually it is not money. You are befooled. You are such a fool that you accept a piece of paper as money. Therefore I say you are rascal. That is my business. If I say "Government, give me gold," and government has passed law, "No, you cannot possess gold," that means cheating. How I shall keep gold, that is my business. First of all you give me gold. It is due to me. But you are giving me paper. That means cheating is begun from you.

Morning Walk                         October 18, 1975, Johannesburg

...fact is that Indians cannot work so hard as the Western people can work. The climate does not allow. India's climate is good for peaceful living, less work, and brain engaged in spiritual advancement. That is India's gift. They are not meant for hard work. Hard work is not required for anyone. This is animal civilization, to work very hard. Then what is the difference between animal and man? A man has to work so hard like animal; then what is the difference? Here in the Western countries their climate is also suitable, and they are taught to work very hard like animals. And they do that. Therefore materially they become so-called prosperous for committing suicide. Is it not?

Puñöa Kåñëa: This is true.

Prabhupäda: And materially advanced for committing suicide. Am I right or wrong?

Devotee (1): Right, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Puñöa Kåñëa: You said in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam that if one wants to increase the material standard of living, then they should increase also sex life. And this is what they are doing in India today.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Without sex life one cannot be materially enthusiastic. And if you stop sex life, then you become spiritually advanced. This is the secret. If you stop sex life, then you become spiritually advanced, and if you indulge in sex life, then you will be materially enthusiastic. That is the difference between Western and Eastern culture. The whole Eastern culture is based on how to stop sex life, and here in the Western countries, how to increase sex life.
Morning Walk                        November 21, 1975, Bombay

Prabhupäda: That sugar, they say that the ants they are very intoxicants; therefore they like sugar. Sugar is intoxication. Wine is made from sugar. Yes.   

Mahäàsa: Yes. Molasses.

Prabhupäda: Molasses. Ferment molasses with sulphuric acid and then distill. It is wine, liquor. People are producing unnecessary quantity of sugarcane; therefore the drinking habit is increasing. Because from sugar the molasses is the by-product, so they have to use. They are finding out what is next industry, and the next industry is liquor, wine. So when they produce more wine, then they must sell, and the people must drink. This is going on, one after another. And in Hawaii, Mauritius and in so many other places we see they have produced unnecessary quantity of sugarcane. And then molasses... (aside:) Hare Kåñëa. And then wine, and they must be sold.

Devotee (2): So this is sinful activity, then.

Prabhupäda: All sinful activity. Ugra-karma. And if you drink wine, then you must require meat. Otherwise your liver function will be bad. There must be lump of meat. And as soon as wine and meat combine, then you require illicit sex. It is one after another. This is scientific. So we stop immediately: "Stop these four principles." Then one will be free from sinful life. Then he'll understand what is God. Otherwise not possible. A sinful man cannot understand what is God. Why the whole world is godless? On account of the sinful life, they cannot understand.

Devotee (2): So the means of production have to be changed into pious type of...

Prabhupäda: No. If you stop sinful activities, the production will automatically stop. If there is no market for wine, then it will stop automatically. So you stop drinking, and the market for liquor will stop. (aside:) Hare Kåñëa.
Room Conversation               June 24, 1976, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: Now suppose these electric lights. So, crude form of light, we grow some castor seed, everything from the earth. This also you are getting from earth, petroleum, and running on machine, and electricity is generated. But really you are getting the impetus from the earth. As soon as the petroleum supply is stopped, everything stopped. But for this purpose you have to search out petroleum from the middle of ocean, boring. Therefore it is ugra-karma. 

The purpose is that you grow some castor seed, press it, get oil, put in any pot, and one wick, the light is there. So even understanding that you have improved the lighting system, but that is not the only necessity of my life. But to improve from the castor seed lamp, castor oil lamp, to this electricity, you have to work so hard. You have to go to the middle of ocean and drill it and get out petroleum and... 

In this way your real business of life is finished.
The energy and the intelligence you got for your self-realization or your, this precarious position, constantly dying and taking birth in various species of life, this is your problem, and this was to be solved in human life, you have got advanced intelligence, but that intelligence is utilized from castor seed lamp to the electric lamp. That's all. Just try to understand. What is that improvement? And for this improving from castor seed oil lamp to electricity lamp, you forget your real business. You lost yourself. This civilization is going on. This is called mäyä. 

For some fictitious happiness you lose your whole purpose of life. 

It is difficult to understand, but the fact is there. But you are under the control of nature, you have to give up this body. All right, you make very nice arrangement to live here, nature will not allow you to live. You must die. And after death you are going to get another body. So in this body, working for high grade electricity lamp, you work so hard, have got your own business, and next life by the laws of nature, if you get the body of a dog, then what is the benefit? That you cannot check. What is the answer? Hmm?

Kértanänanda: But what if they say that "Actually this life of growing the castor seed is very difficult, farming is very difficult. It is easier to go to the factory for eight hours, and then I come home with my money and I enjoy."

Prabhupäda: No, you enjoy, but by enjoying, if you forget your real business, is that intelligent? Your real business is that you have got this human form of body to improve your next life. You are going to have a next life. Suppose you are going to be a dog. Is that success? So you must know the science that instead of becoming dog, how shall you become God. That is intelligence.

Kértanänanda: Why is it any better to grow castor seed than to dig oil?           

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kértanänanda: Why is it any better to grow castor seed than to...

Prabhupäda: No, you require lamp. So you finish that lamping business as simply as possible. In the balance time you save you improve your self-realization. That is the life. Just like this child, he wants to play. He does not go to school, does not take an education, and he improves type of toys, toys, he's engaged in improved type of football playing, and... Then is that very good intelligence?

Kértanänanda: But nobody works longer hours than the farmer.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kértanänanda: No one works harder than the farmer. The farmer has to work very hard.

Prabhupäda: No, our point is that if you think that electricity improvement is better than farming, we have no objection. But if you forget your real business, is that intelligent?

Kértanänanda: No, of course not.

Prabhupäda: That is our proposal. Our real business is how to become Kåñëa conscious. So simply for improving the condition of life, the necessities of life, if I forget my real business, is that intelligence? Therefore it is said duñkåtinaù. Kåti means merit. But merit is being utilized for sinful activities. Take for example the meat-eaters. When man was... The uncivilized man is still there. In the uncivilized way they are living in the jungle. They require to eat something. So they stone over an animal going, and the animal dies, and then they eat. Now instead of killing the animal by stoning, if you have discovered scientific machine in the slaughterhouse to kill the animal, is that improvement? (Ed: still in the stone age!)  If you think this is advancement, "Now we have discovered very technical machine. Instead of stoning one animal killing, it takes so much time, hundreds and thousands of animals you can kill in one hour," do you think that is improvement? That is going on. They think this is improvement. When we were uncivilized, we were stoning some animal and killing and eating, now we are, business is the same—animal killing and eating. But we have improved the machine how to kill. This is going on. This is going on as advancement of civilization. Hmm? What is your answer? Is that advancement of civilization? Now you are civilized, instead of killing the animal, you just take milk from it without killing and make so many nice preparations, and that is civilization. But killing is sinful. 

You have no right to kill any animal, even an ant. Because you cannot give life to anyone. It is nature's law, God's law. So infringement on the laws of nature or God, it is sinful activities. So you are utilizing your merit for this sinful activity. Therefore it is called duñkåtinaù. Merit is there, but it is utilized for sinful activities. That is defect of the modern civilization.

Morning Walk                        April 9, 1976, Våndävana

This industry is the cause of falldown of the human society--industry.

So the reaction is..The industry, two things required--four things required: land, labor, capital, and organization. So now the industry is going on, and the capitalists and labor, there is fight.

Room Conversation                 August 15, 1971, London

In the Kali-yuga everyone is çüdra. What he’ll fight? Fighting is not the business of a çüdra. It is meant for the kñatriya. And nobody is being trained as kñatriya or brähmaëa. Everyone is being trained as çüdra or utmost vaiçya, how to make money. That’s all. One class of men is being trained how to serve and get some money, another class is being trained how to make money by exploitation. That is capitalist and communist. The communists are the çüdras. They are protesting that “You are exploiting us and getting money. It must stop.” That is Communism. Is it not? And the vaiçyas, they are trying to exploit others. Some way or other bring money. So there are these capitalists and çüdra and vaiçya. There is no kñatriya, there is no brähmaëa. Therefore the whole social structure is lost. So we are trying to create some brähmaëas. And people if follow our instruction then whole social structure is again revived. Hare Kåñëa. So we have got very serious mission.— 
Room Conversation About Mäyäpura Construction   August 19, 1976, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: Just like people are giving us money. They are karmés. But because they are giving us and we are engaging the money in Kåñëa consciousness, so the money is fully utilized. But if this money again taken and again to the karmés....         

Jayapatäkä: Without any spiritual work.

Prabhupäda: Then it is a farce. His purpose is served, but one who is misleading the..., he becomes criminal.

Jayapatäkä: The man who gives, his purpose is served.

Prabhupäda: His purpose is served.

Jayapatäkä: The man who takes the money is...

Prabhupäda: He is to be punished. His misusing. Suppose in our Kåñëa consciousness movement somebody gives us money. He is giving good faith that "It is very good organization." But if I misspend that money, then I am responsible. Then I'll be punished. His business is finished. Kåñëa noted that he has given his hard-earned money for spreading Kåñëa consciousness. If I take that money... Instead of doing Kåñëa consciousness, if I use it for my sense gratification, then I'll be... Then I'll be responsible. What is the use of Kåñëa's money being used in industry? Any purpose outside Kåñëa consciousness... Let this money be utilized for spreading the glories of Kåñëa.
Morning Walk                       August 12, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: Our plan should be to accept Kåñëa's plan, that's all. Approved, authorized plan. That is very easy. Take any words of Kåñëa, it is very easy. What is your problem, first of all? Just consider, whether Kåñëa answers it. First of all, propose what is your problem.

Hari-çauri: Well, my problem is that I have to have somewhere to live and I have to get something to eat.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that Kåñëa's solves. Yes, Kåñëa says annäd bhavanti bhütäni: produce food grains. You have to work because it is material world. You cannot sit idly. Even if you are a very strong tiger, you don't expect that animals will come and enter your mouth. You have to work for it. This is the world. Na hi suptasya siàhasya praviçanti mukhe mågäù. Suppose a lion... He's the king of the forest. And if he says, "It is my order, I'll sleep here and all the animals may come in my mouth." The animals will urine on his face. "Yes, we shall pass urine on your face. We are not going to accept your order." You have to work. Practical, everyone has to work. This is the third nature. Avidyä karma-saìga. Because here everyone is under ignorance, the punishment is he has to work for his living condition. Work is not very pleasing. It is very troublesome. But he has to. Avidyä karma-saìga. You have to work. Therefore we see practically that countries who are working very diligently, they are materially prosperous. Europe, America, they work very diligently, hard, and they have got material prosperity. And the Eastern countries, they are not working, intelligent. From material point of view. From spiritual point of view that is another thing.

Hari-çauri: So all I have to do is just make some working arrangement.

Prabhupäda: No, that work is recommended. Your question is how Kåñëa is giving you instruction. Just like food, Kåñëa says annäd bhavanti bhütäni. You produce anna. Kåñëa never said that you produce tire tubes. Never says.

Hari-çauri: But the same example, in the West, we weren't so materially prosperous until we started industrialism. The prosperity was not there until we started our big factories.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Just like in India, there was no industry at all. Until the British period, there was no industry. Not a single. Even in Muhammadan period there was no industry, and they were happy. There was no industry. The Muhammadans also did not know how to start industry. It is Western imported, larger scale industry. Cottage industry was there.

Hari-çauri: Such a high standard of living, that was not available to as many people as there is now.

Prabhupäda: What is that higher standard? When there was no industry, in India, there was full of gold, jewelries. And now there is plastic.

Harikeça: Yes, but now there's TV.

Prabhupäda: TV, yes.

Harikeça: How can you enjoy without TV?

Prabhupäda: Yes, how can you waste your time?

Nava-yauvana: Their reason, they say, is because we have to work so hard all day, then we have to try to forget, watch the television.

Prabhupäda: Why should you work? If you have to forget, why should you take such nonsense things that you have to forget again? Why not chant Hare Kåñëa? Even the child does not forget. He's chanting. Take such things that you'll enjoy. The more you do not forget, you more enjoy. Why should you take up something that you have to forget? This is rascal.                   

Nava-yauvana: Karmés cannot understand.

Prabhupäda: There is a story like this. A man is sitting. His friend came, "Why you are sitting idly?" "What shall I do?" "Work." "Why shall I work?" "You'll get money." "What shall I do with the money?" "Then you'll be able to sit peacefully and eat." "I'm doing that. I'm already doing that." I'm peacefully sitting and eating. Why shall I go and work? If that is the ultimate end, that I shall peacefully sit down and eat, I am doing that. Why shall I go and work?

Prabhupäda: Enjoy life means... Even the industrialists, they go to the remote village and have a peaceful house there. That is the anxiety, how I shall live peacefully. The poorer class, the workers, they live in the city, and the capitalist, he goes to a different place.

Harikeça: But what are we going to do with all these kind of people?

Prabhupäda: That is already there, three kinds of propensities. Sättvika, räjasika, tämasika. 

So you belong to the räjasika, that's all. So it can be conquered by sättvika.
Hari-çauri: So we should all aim towards leaving the cities. If everyone becomes sättvika...
Prabhupäda: That tendency is there, why these bungalows are here? They do not like to live in the city. They are paying so high rent. Why? The inner tendency is to live like this, with trees, with lawn.

S.B. 8.6.12.                            The Demigods and Demons Declare a Truce

In this verse, the cultivation of bhakti-yoga is compared to many material activities. By friction one can get fire from wood, by digging the earth one can get food grains and water, and by agitating the milk bag of the cow one can get nectarean milk. Milk is compared to nectar, which one can drink to become immortal. Of course, simply drinking milk will not make one immortal, but it can increase the duration of one's life. In modern civilization, men do not think milk to be important, and therefore they do not live very long. Although in this age men can live up to one hundred years, their duration of life is reduced because they do not drink large quantities of milk. This is a sign of Kali-yuga. In Kali-yuga, instead of drinking milk, people prefer to slaughter an animal and eat its flesh. The Supreme Personality of Godhead, in His instructions of Bhagavad-gétä, advises go-rakñya, which means cow protection. The cow should be protected, milk should be drawn from the cows, and this milk should be prepared in various ways. One should take ample milk, and thus one can prolong one's life, develop his brain, execute devotional service, and ultimately attain the favor of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. As it is essential to get food grains and water by digging the earth, it is also essential to give protection to the cows and take nectarean milk from their milk bags.

The people of this age are inclined toward industrial enterprises for comfortable living, but they refuse to endeavor to execute devotional service, by which they can achieve the ultimate goal of life by returning home, back to Godhead. Unfortunately, as it is said, na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä ye bahir-artha-mäninaù [SB 7.5.31]. People without spiritual education do not know that the ultimate goal of life is to go back home, back to Godhead. Forgetting this aim of life, they are working very hard in disappointment and frustration (moghäçä mogha-karmäëo mogha jïänä vicetasaù [Bg. 9.12]). The so-called vaiçyas—the industrialists or businessmen—are involved in big, big industrial enterprises, but they are not interested in food grains and milk. However, as indicated here, by digging for water, even in the desert, we can produce food grains; when we produce food grains and vegetables, we can give protection to the cows; while giving protection to the cows, we can draw from them abundant quantities of milk; and by getting enough milk and combining it with food grains and vegetables, we can prepare hundreds of nectarean foods. We can happily eat this food and thus avoid industrial enterprises and joblessness.

Agriculture and cow protection are

the way to become sinless and thus be attracted to devotional service. 

Those who are sinful cannot be attracted by devotional service. As stated in Bhagavad-gétä (7.28):

yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà janänäà puëya-karmaëäm

te dvandva-moha-nirmuktä bhajante mäà dåòha-vratäù

"Persons who have acted piously in previous lives and in this life, whose sinful actions are completely eradicated and who are freed from the duality of delusion, engage themselves in My service with determination." The majority of people in this age of Kali are sinful, short-living, unfortunate and disturbed (mandäù sumanda-matayo manda-bhägyä hy upadrutäù [SB 1.1.10]). For them, Caitanya Mahäprabhu has advised:

Anyway, improve this mode of life.

Live in open place, produce your food grains,

produce your milk, 

save time,

chant Hare Kåñëa.

Plain living, high thinking, ideal life.
Artificial necessities of life do increase your so-called comforts, but if you forget your real business, that is suicidal. We want to stop this suicidal policy. We don't want to stop the modern advancement of technology, although the so-called advancement technology is suicidal. But we don't talk of this. (laughter) Caitanya Mahäprabhu has therefore given a simple formula-chant Hare Kåñëa. Even in your technological factories, you can chant. What is the wrong there? You go on pulling on with your machine and chant, Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa.

Kértanänanda: They know that if people take up the chanting, gradually they will give up this technology.

Prabhupäda: That is, of course.     

Kértanänanda: You are actually putting the seeds of their destruction.
Prabhupäda: Yes. No, what is destruction? It is, rather, construction. (laughter) He'll live. He'll live forever. This is destruction. You have to change body. But our method, this tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti [Bg. 4.9]. You don't get anymore material body. So that is saving. And without this? Tathä dehäntara-praptir. Then you have to accept another body. So which is better? To accept another material body or no more accepting material body? Which is better? But as soon as you accept material body, you have to suffer. Material body means suffering. So that requires knowledge. If we finish our suffering up to this body, that is intelligent. And if we create another body for suffering, is that intelligent? But you have to, unless you understand Kåñëa, you have to accept. There is no alternative. Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére [Bg. 2.20]. They are so dull they cannot understand the simple truth that as the child, boy is accepting another body, we have to accept another body. They cannot understand. So dull brain. It will take five hundred years to teach them this very simple fact. Huh? Their education is so advanced. (laughter) Therefore müòha, the word is used. So-called education keeps them as an ass. Cannot understand the simple truth

Room Conversation              January 21, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Rämeçvara: So they have become completely dependent on oil.
Prabhupäda: Anything artificial, it will break. 

You cannot make a scheme of mental concoction. That will not endure. You take standard it will be beneficial. 

The whole world is in chaotic condition because they have so many artificial way of living

Rämeçvara: No, they should use their science for developing the resources for the benefit of all people.

Prabhupäda: There is no needs of science. 

This is the science:

chant Hare Kåñëa; there will be sufficient rain,

and you till the ground and grow food.

Hari-çauri: Actually by their science...

Prabhupäda: This is the science.
Hari-çauri: Their science is incapable.

Prabhupäda: Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù. If there is... What is your nonsense science? If there is no rain, drought, what you can do?

Room Conversation              January 3, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda:...business, that requires so many other things. But if you take to agriculture you can do it immediately. Kåñi-go-rakñya. That... We are going to do that.
Kåñi... This is beginning, family life, maintenance, body and soul together. This is the beginning. Business is there when there is excess. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. First of all you take care of the cows and engage yourself in agricultural products. Then when there is excess production, you trade, get some money for other purposes. But you... 

Agriculture means you work for producing food. That is wanted.

Why immediately go to trade?

Trade is required when there is excess product. Everything is there. Kåñi-go-rakñya. And the kåñi you can produce independently. You simply work. You have got your hands and legs. You till the ground and throw some seed, and it will come. One kilo seeds, you'll get one hundred mounds. Then, when the product is excess, you trade. Everything is there. If you produce food grain, you'll eat nicely and you'll be strong. You'll be able to work more. Our point is take Kåñëa's instruction. Everything will be perfect. 

Not that Kåñëa is advising immediately sarva-dharmän parityajya.
For that stage you are not prepared. That I know.

But in your present stage what you'll do, that is perfect.

Giriräja: You mean I should leave everything and start a farm?

Prabhupäda: Where is the question of leaving? Agriculture... You take to agriculture--that means you leave everything?
Giriräja: Well, what I have now.

Prabhupäda: And what you have got? You are asking that "I require now food." That means you have nothing. You have no food even. (aside:) Oh, you have brought it very quickly. Very nice. All right. (break) Live very comfortably, eat very comfortably and work. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Simply wasting time, the civilization... çrama eva hi kevalam. Working hard and wasting valuable time of... Misguided.
Room Conversation                         April 10, 1977, Bombay                                                         

Prabhupäda: ...always studying, for the last ten years. It is my conclusion that originally everything Indian, that is very, very high grade--for human society, for personal. That is actual human civilization. 

Everything, hygienic principles, Vedic knowledge, moral knowledge, everything perfect.
Tamäla Kåñëa: I have noticed that in the West now they have..., they know that there are certain cures for serious illnesses, and they have outlawed these cures, because they will lose so much money.
Prabhupäda: Everything business. "Bring money. Bring money." Because money is the medium of sense gratification. They have been accustomed to sense gratification. Money is required. So bring money some way or other.                   

And here, the civilization was plain living, simple living.

Minimize the expenditure 

and develop Kåñëa consciousness.

Then you will be happy.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Unless one lives plainly, he cannot develop Kåñëa consciousness. Bhogaiçvarya-prasaktänäm.
Prabhupäda: Tayäpahåta-cetasäm. ANYWAY, 

NOW YOU LEARN THIS ART.
Do good to the rest of the... That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... Don't keep them in ignorance. That is paropakära. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... All saintly persons do like that. Especially Caitanya Mahäprabhu. 

This civilization is so dangerous. Demonic.

Room Conversation With Son (Vrindavan De)               July 5, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: (break) "We shall improve our economic condition for more and more sense gratification." And that is the mistake. People are trying for that. Kämasya nendriya-prétir läbho jéveta yävatä. Yävad artha-prayojanam. Whatever money is required for maintaining, that's all. And as soon as we increase the so-called standard of happiness by sense gratification, then there is trouble. That is going on all over the world. They want money. They're not satis... "More money. More money. More money." Why more money? If you can live comfortably with certain amount of money, be satisfied in that way. Why more?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Unnecessary.

Prabhupäda: Unnecessary, and increase anxiety.  

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. The worries increase.

Prabhupäda: Yes.                         

Why more?
Live very comfortably and be advanced in Kåñëa consciousness. 

That is required.

July 15, 1977, Vrndavana

Prabhupäda:...honest, satisfied with simple living. Where do...?

Tamäla Kåñëa: People don't even know those things at all.

Prabhupäda: Everyone was satisfied with simple living. They did not want much income.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Now everyone is in anxiety.

Prabhupäda: Hm? Yes. Full of anxiety. Sadä samudvigna-dhiyäm. Because they were Kåñëa conscious, there was no anxiety.        

Tamäla Kåñëa: That could be the only explanation. What about the Mussulmen?
Prabhupäda: They were also happy. They were also religious, according to their own way. Within, say, seventy years so much change has taken place. Horrible.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is there any valuable, any benefits that took place? Any good things? Only...

Prabhupäda: Change, change for the worse. 

Prabhupäda: How people were happy in those days. A small income, they were satisfied. Nowadays they simply want money. Nobody was unhappy even if he had very small income. He would adjust, and develop Kåñëa consciousness. These things we have seen. I have seen that even the maidservant, what to speak of gentlemen. Where those days gone? And nobody was hungry. What is this nonsense civilization? 

Simply want of money 

and unsatisfied in every step.
Especially in the Western countries they're becoming hippie. Why? The training is different.  

Room Conversation with Ratan Singh Rajda M.P.               April 15, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: This is the verse, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé. 

So vast knowledge.

Giriräja: "During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira the cloud showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk." 

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) …read the purport.

Lokanätha: "The basic principle of economic development is centered on the land and cows. The necessities of human society are food grains..."

Prabhupäda: About the land and cows, this is Bhagavad-gétä, mentioned, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. Never recommends factory. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. So there is no question of giving protection to the cows if it gives milk only. No. Go-rakñya. There must be protection to the cow. This is Kåñëa consciousness. Even the cows pass urine and stool, that is beneficial. And if it gives milk, then there is no question.Hm. What is that?

Lokanätha: "The necessities of human society are food grains, fruits, milk, minerals, clothing, wood, etc. (reads Bhägavatam purport, 1.5.4) ...Has this civilization produced anything but quarreling individually and nationally?"

Prabhupäda: Simply fighting. They are not peaceful. That's all. Where is peace? You'll be surprised. During gas scarcity the gas was being supplied in Honolulu. This was in our presence. So the gas supply, whatever they had, distributed, and they had one sign board, "No more gas." So next man was so angry that he shot him dead. Just see. He had no more gas; he cannot supply. He became so much infuriated that he shot him dead. This is the result of this modern motorcar civilization. He thought that "Gas will not be supplied. Then I am gone. I am finished. So kill this man." This is education. (Hindi) Provided we train at least some ideal men, everything can be done. Everything is there. There is no scarcity of knowledge in India. 

We have to simply take it and 

practically apply it, bas.
(Hindi) We are not sentimental (laughs) religious group. 

Everything practical.

Kåñëa consciousness is not like that, sentiment.

Everything scientific, practical,

for the good of the whole human society.
Therefore I require that 

this must be pushed on for the whole human society,

and naturally India also.’

The whole western world is going on for industry, for making money, eat, drink, be merry, wine and women.             

They're all less than çüdras and caëòälas.
This is the first time attempt is being made to make them human beings.

Don't mind. I am using very strong words. That is the fact.

Varnäçrama-dharma, varëa, four varëas and four äçramas, they're simply giving up. No more brähmaëa, no more kñatriyas, no more vaiçyas, no more çüdras. They are less than çüdras. Païcama. Less then çüdra means caëòäla. Kiräta-hüëändra-pulinda-pulkaçäù. There are so many divisions of caëòälas. Païcama. They are called païcama. So the whole thing is topsy-turvied.

Letter to: VARIOUS Unknown Place Unknown Date Letter No. 34 To Ramananda.

Of course, I can understand that you are a married man, with wife and children, but so are many of my students, and what will they think if I give you money for your devotional service? But I do not give them any money. They will think something discrimination. "Oh, he is Indian boy, therefore Prabhupada is giving him some special favor," like that. I do not want to set such example. It is not that I cannot pay you, I am easily able to pay you, and I am willing to pay you in principle, only I do not want to create any example which may be mistaken by other students. So under these circumstances, if you do not want to give your time and energy full time for translating and editing the Hindi work, unless there is some compensation of money, then what can I do? All of these American and European boys and girls, they have had enough of money, they are sons of millionaires and rich men of America, still they do not ask me for one farthing for their work. They could go out and make thousands of dollars a month as educators and skilled professional men, still they prefer to live with me and eat only a little rice from the floor, and sleep on the cold ground without cover, that is their advanced realization of spiritual life.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.3          Stockholm, September 9, 1973

So there are so many economic development advocates, but they do not know that cow protection is one of the items of economic development. These rascals, they do not know. They think cow killing is better. Just the opposite. Therefore kurute vikarma. Simply for little satisfaction of the tongue, the same benefit you can derive from the milk, but because they are rascals, madmen, they think that eating or drinking the blood of the cow is better than drinking milk. Milk is nothing but transformation of the blood, everyone knows. Everyone knows. Just like a human being, mother, as soon as the child is born, immediately... Before the 

child is born, you don't find in the breast of the mother any drop of milk. See. In a young girl, there is no milk in the breast. But as soon as the child is born, immediately there is milk. Immediately, spontaneously. This is God's arrangement. Because the child requires food. Just see how God's arrangement is there. Still, we are trying for economic development. If a child is born and God's economic program is so nice, nature's economic program, that immediately the mother is ready with the milk... This is economic development. So the same milk is supplied by the cow. She's actually mother, and this rascal civilization is killing mother. Mother-killing civilization. Just see. You suck the breast of your mother from the beginning of your life, and when she's old if you think, "Mother is useless burden. Cut its throat," is that civilization?

So these rascals are doing that. Taking milk as much as possible from the cows, and then as soon as... Milk is not stopped, 

it will again come if the cow is protected,

given right nutritious food and protection,
cow will supply you milk so long she lives. As long as she lives.

But as soon as they see that the cow... "Now they were giving thirty kilos. Now it has decreased, twenty kilos or ten kilos. Oh, economic development. Cut its throat." Economic development. Just see how rascal civilization it is. 

Govardhana Püjä Lecture    New York, November 4, 1966

Nanda Mahäräja was a farm man. He is agriculture and cows. The mercantile people, the vaiçya community, they are recommended three things: kåñi-go-raksya-väëijyam [Bg. 18.44]. Kåñi means agriculture, and go-rakñya means cow protection, and väëijyam means trade. So Nanda Mahäräja belonged to the vaiçya community. So he was well-to-do man, very rich man, and he had 900,000's of cows. 900,000 of cows he was protecting. Formerly, according to Vedic civilization, a man was considered to be rich man in proportion of his stock of grains and livestock, cows. That's all. Dhänyena dhanavän. A man was considered to be rich man if he has sufficient quantity of grains in his possession. 

Similarly, if one has sufficient number of cows in his possession, he was considered rich man. Not that bank balance. There was no such bank, neither this paper money. They actually possessing the foodstuff and milk. And actually this is economic solution. If you have got sufficient milk, then you can make so many nice nutritious, full of vitamin values preparation and grains. There is no question of economic starvation if you have got simply grains and cows. So that was the standard of economic solution in days yore.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.5.9-11     New Vrindaban, June 6, 1969

Therefore, one who has dedicated his life for acting on account of Kåñëa, under Kåñëa consciousness, niräçér yata-cittätmä, he has no other hope except, save and except, to satisfy Kåñëa. Niräçér yata-cittätmä tyakta-sarva-parigrahaù: "He doesn't like to make, exploit, the resources of the material nature." Whatever is obtained easily, as gift of nature, he accepts and he maintains his body and soul together for Kåñëa's satisfaction, and he eats everything which is offered to Kåñëa. Then he is freed from all kinds of sinful reactions. So, ätmänaà sarvato rakñet tato dharmaà tato dhanam.(?) First of all you try to protect yourself, then take to real religion, natural function of the ätmä. Then try to... Because we are in this material condition, we require economic development also. So that is very easy also. Kåñëa has given you enough land—you just little work. The animals are there. The cows will give you milk. If you till a little land, you get some grains. That is sufficient. Economic development. You don't require big factories, big workshop, and whole day and night with motorcar going this way and that way. No. There is no necessity for economic development. This is mäyä. Simply at the end he will eat some grains or some this or that, little. And by whole day... Therefore they are called müòha. According to Bhagavad-gétä, they are rascals, müòha, ass. Just like ass, the beast of burden. He takes washerman's load, three tons, four tons. Whole day working, but eating a morsel of grass, that's all. He has no knowledge that "I take a morsel of grass only, I live. And why whole day I bear these so much tons of clothing of the washerman?" You have no experience of the ass, ass's business. In India the washerman loads the ass three tons and he goes to the waterside and the washerman washes all these clothings in some bank of river or reservoir of water. Again evening, the ass brings back the clothing.Here it is said that avidyä-käma-karmabhiù. By ignorance, they are thinking by opening factories they will be happy. That is avidyä. He does not know that this is ignorance. Why you should open factory? That is... This is called ugra-karma. There is no need of opening factory. You have got land. Here are so many lands. You produce your food grains. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. You eat sumptuously food grain, milk, and that will be available without any factory. The factory cannot produce milk or food grain. The present scarcity of foodstuff means everybody is engaged in the city, producing bolts and nuts. Who is producing food grain? This is the solution of economic problem. Annäd bhavanti …

Therefore we are trying to engage our men to produce their own food.

Be self-sufficient

so that these rascals may see that how 

one can live very peacefully,
eating the food grains and milk, and chant Hare Kåñëa.

This is our mission.

But here in this material world they are engaged in very, very hard work. They have invented so many factories, iron factories, melting the iron, these machinery, and it is called ugra karma, asuric karma. After all, you will eat some bread and some fruit or some flower. Why you have invented so big, big factories?  That is avidyä, nescience, avidyä. Suppose hundred years ago there was no factory. So all the people of the world were starving? Eh? Nobody was staring. In, in, in our Vedic literature we don't find any mention anywhere about the factory. No. There is no mention. And how opulent they were. Even in Våndävana. In Våndävana, as soon as Kaàsa invited Nanda Mahäräja, immediately they took wagons of milk preparation to distribute. And you will find in the literature they are all well dressed, well fed. They have got enough food, enough milk, enough cows. But they are village, village men. Våndävana is a village. There is no scarcity. No moroseness, always jolly, dancing, chanting and eating. So we have created these problems. Simply you have created. Now, you  have created so many horseless carriages, now the problem is where to get petrol. In your country it has become a problem. Brahmänanda was speaking to me yesterday. There are so many problems. Simply unnecessarily we have created so many artificial wants. Käma-karmabhiù. This is called käma. So everyone, because of that unlimited desire, one after another... This desire, when this desire fulfilled, another desire, another desire, another desire. In this way you are simply creating problems.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 2.3.19     Los Angeles, June 15, 1972

Ass is working hard for the washerman, not for himself, and still, he thinks he is happy. Therefore these four nice animals has been exemplified. That is our life. The karmés are compared with the ass. Big, big businessmen, day and night working hard, earning money, not for himself. What he will eat? Two cäpäöis, that's all. Or little milk or little... Not that he has earned 1000 dollars every day and he will eat it. No. 

He will eat, out of that 1000 dollars, he will eat fifty cents, and balance will be eaten by others.

You see. But still, he is working hard. And the example is ass. The ass takes a morsel of grass. It is worth nothing. The ass can get anywhere the morsel of grass. But still, he thinks that the washerman is feeding me. So he remains there. And in Mexico you found some asses, carrying loads. So they are carrying loads, very heavy loads, tons, for that morsel of grass, which he can get anywhere. But he thinks, "Oh, I will die. If my master does not give me a morsel of grass, I will die. So let me remain here and carry all the big loads." You see. Similarly, the karmés, they remain at home. They think that "My wife, my children, my family—without them, I shall die. So I have to work to maintain them like an ass." That's all. The karmés, they are working, accumulating bank balance, more, more, more, more, more, more. But forgetting the real mission of life. Therefore ass. Ass means fool. Whenever one man is called, "You are ass," that means he's a fool. So this human form of life, so valuable...

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 7.5.22-34              Los Angeles, May 27, 1972

Therefore, without knowing our ultimate goal of life is Viñëu, na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum... [SB 7.5.31]. That is our interest. The human form of life is offered by nature after so much evolutionary process. Just to understand Viñëu, God, this is the only business. But instead of attending our real business, we are trying to be happy in other ways. Then you can say that "If we are engaged in real business, then how the economic question will be solved? We have to work." That's all right, you work. But work simple. Why you have invented so much botheration? Work is there. 

If you have cows and if you have got land,

then you till the land, get grains, 

and there is milk, there is fruit, there is flower. 

Anywhere, you can live peacefully.

Whole economic question is solved.
And because we have forgotten, we have missed the real point, that our life is meant for God-realization. We are simply increasing botheration. Punaù punaç carvita. Adänta-gobhir viñatäà tamisram. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. The leaders are blind; we are also blind. So they are advising that "If you want to solve your economic problem, why you are going to church? Why you are going to temple? Come here, increase business, industry. Take loan and start business." That's all. This is going on. But actually, the more we are trying to mislead this people... Because they are thinking it is all right. They are... That the social condition is becoming more and more grave. That's a fact. We are trying to solve one problem, but many other problems are coming because we do not know what is the ultimate goal of life. Because we are missing the real point.

Therefore Prahläda Mahäräja said, na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä ye bahir-artha-mäninaù [SB 7.5.31]. These rascals, they are thinking that by so-called economic development, by exploiting material resources, we shall be happy. That is not possible. The best example your country has given. You have exploited the material resources, and other countries are also following, but where is the happiness? Instead of happiness, there is "hippyness." (laughter) So still, they have no eyes to see that "Where we are going?" Adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisram punaù punaç carvita-carvanänäm [SB 7.5.30]. Because we cannot control our senses, we are driving, we are being pushed towards the darkest region of material existence, very hard to leave. Darkest region means that we are going to become animals next life. Because this is animalistic civilization. Nature gave us the opportunity to realize God, but God-realization is meant for human being. The human being, if he does not realize God, he's simply engaged in animalistic way of life—eating, sleeping, mating—then nature will call, "All right, sir, again become animal." Punar müñiko bhava: "Again become a mouse." You know this story? Punar müñiko bhava. There is a story. There is a very nice story. One rat, mouse, he came to a saintly person. Everyone comes to saintly person for some blessing, you see. Real blessing they don't want. Some material blessing. Real blessing, Kåñëa, they don't want. If you give him some blessing that "You become very rich man and..." These... they'll be very much pleased. are all very well, this. So this mouse also came and begged the saintly person, "Sir, I am in difficulty. If you give me some blessing?" "What is that?" "The cat chases after me always. I'm very unhappy." "So what do you want?" "Now, if you make me a cat, then I can get relief from this." "All right, you become cat." So he became cat.So after few days, again he comes. "Sir, again I am in trouble." "What is that?" "The dog is chasing me." (laughter) Don't laugh, hear seriously. "Dog is chasing me." "All right, then, what do you want?""Now, make me a tiger." "All right, you become a tiger." So when he became a tiger he was staring on the saintly person like this. So he asked, "Why you are staring upon me? You want to eat me?" "Yes."

So he again curses, punar müñiko bhava: "Again you become mouse. Again you become mouse."

So that is our position. We are advanced in civilization. Now we want to kill God. So we are again going to be uncivilized, to remain in the forest and to remain naked. Actually, they are practicing that: nature's life. So again they are going to be aborigines. And that is being practiced. They are going to the forest, they remain naked. So actually, punar müñiko bhava: "Again become mouse." Civilized human being means God conscious, happy life, no trouble, no enviousness, everything happy, no hard labor. Why hard labor? Everything is there. You just employ your little intelligence, you get sufficient food by grains, by fruits, by flowers, milk. There is no difficulty if we remain in our own way. So that is the difficulty, that we do not know that our ultimate goal of life is God-realization. Then God has got all arrangement. You cannot produce fruits and grains in factory. They are given by God. Why? That "You eat them and be Kåñëa conscious, chant Hare Kåñëa." But we don't want that. We want slaughterhouse, unnecessarily. Actually, if you go to the store... There are so many stores. How many stores are selling only meat? It is not possible. Ninety-nine percent fruits, vegetables, grains you are taking, and maybe a little percentage of meat. So why you cannot give up this little percentage? If you think that meat is very palatable, why don't you live on meat? Russia is also trying like that. That has become the fashion. In Moscow, it was very difficult to find out nice grains. With great difficulty Çyämasundara used to spend two hours daily to secure these things.

So this is the problem. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà durañçayä ye bahir-artha mäninaù [SB 7.5.31]. They are trying to be happy by the arrangement of these material activities. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm. They do not know that the material nature is so strong that you cannot get out of it unless you are prepared to suffer more and more. 

If you take to natural life and live peacefully and take to Kåñëa consciousness, that is your real life. 

And if you simply increase botheration and problems, then you'll have to suffer. That is the position of modern civilization. Actually, superficially we see that material advancement of material science, people 

have got so many machines, so many facilities. But actually, they are in trouble. Just like I gave you one example: the computer machine. It can work for thousands of men. So thousands of men means the thousands of men must be unemployed. And especially in your country, they are taking advantage of this machine because the salary is If you want to pay to the worker, a big, big salary. So they want to save. They are taking machine, and they think they will save money, so many workers. But the workers are becoming unemployed. The government has to give them welfare. The government will tax. That's all. (laughter.) Government will not give money, welfare, from government's pocket. The government will increase your taxation. So you are..., you stop payment by importing some machine, now you have to pay that money to the government. This is called entanglement. This is a crude example. I don't say that you stop all this business, but the material world is like that. You want to solve something; instead of solving, you'll create so many problems. This is material life. Because our life is not meant for solving problems and creating problems. Our life is meant for understanding God. Then everything is all right. But that you have given up.

Çréla Prabhupäda Welcomed by Governor at Hotel De Ville  Geneva, May 30, 1974

Guru-gauräìga: Monsieur le President would like to know, if this movement gets bigger and bigger, won't it create problems in terms of working, the economy? Won't the economy suffer if our movement gets bigger? 

Prabhupäda: No. Economy will not suffer, but economy will be simplified because we have made some artificial economy. Actually, in the Bhagavad-gétä we find the economic problem is solved by producing food grains. It is stated there, annäd bhavanti bhütäni: "By eating food grains, both the animals and the men, they become stout and strong." That's a fact. According to Bhagavad-gétä, economic problem can be solved anywhere. If you get, if you have some land, you produce your food grain and give it to the animals, especially to the cows, and she will give you in return milk. So if you get milk, fruits, vegetable and food grains, the whole economic problem is solved. We have already started this example in New Virginia. A group of men, we have got about five hundred acres of land, and we keep cows, and they work to produce some vegetable and food grain. So they don't go outside for solving economic problems. At the present moment—now I am coming from India—in Bombay there is strike, railway strike. People are in so miserable condition to go to their work fifty miles, forty miles, hundred miles, for earning their bread. This kind of economic situation has increased the problems of life. Rather, if we accept this economic problem solution, then anywhere, any part of the world, you live. You don't require to go outside, hundred miles, two hundred miles, five hundred miles. No. You produce your food there, keep animals, then everything is solved. Actually, the problem is, as it is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam [Bg. 13.9]. One should take up these problems very seriously: birth, death, old age and disease. So... Actually, as spirit soul, we have no birth, no death. You will find in the Bhagavad, na jayate na mriyate vä kadäcit: "The living entity does not take birth." Na jayate na mriyate vä: "Neither he dies." Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére: [Bg. 2.20] "After the destruction of the body, the living entity does not annihilate. He..." Just like we have got already the example: my body, childhood body, is annihilated; still, I am existing. Similarly, I will exist. Now, the problem is how I shall exist? I shall exist eternally in full knowledge and in blissfulness. That is the idea. But so long we accept this material body, it is just the opposite. It is miserable, without any knowledge and without eternity. Philosophy should be to save our time from complicated economic problems. We should make our life simple and save time for spiritual cultivation so that we can be relieved from repetition of birth, death, old age and disease.

Lecture                                       London, August 26, 1973

Prabhupäda: No. You have got only four needs. 

You want food, you want shelter, you want sense gratification, and you want defense. That's all. Ähära-nidrä-bhaya-maithun. These needs are there even in the animals. They also eat, they also sleep, they have also sex life, and they also defend in their own way. So you need these four things. So you can arrange for these four things, but not extraordinarily. People are increasing their needs artificially; therefore they are in trouble. And as soon as there is accumulation of more things... If you accumulate more than your need, I also imitate to accumulate more than my need, there is competition. That competition is going on. And that is the cause of war. Those who are aware of the history, the two big wars in your Europe was started by German people because they are very much envious of the English people. The Germans, they could not do business throughout the whole British Empire. We know, Indians. So they are very much envious of these British people, and therefore they started two big wars, world war. So if we collect more... Now the British Empire is finished. So if we collect more, if you want to acquire more, then other becomes jealous. And in this way, our jealousies increase, and that is the cause of war, that is the cause of fight. But if you are satisfied with your minimum or maximum needs, nobody will be jealous. Just like an elephant is eating forty kilos of foodstuff at a time. We cannot eat even one-fourth kilo, but we are not envious of the elephant because we know he needs to eat so much. Neither the elephant is envious to us. So whatever you need you can collect, you can eat—but don't take more. Then according to the God's law, you become criminal, you are punishable. That is God's law. [break] It is a common sense. You eat; I eat. It is a common philosophy. So I must eat what I need and you must eat what you need. That's not a very big philosophical problem. Everyone knows what you eat. But don't eat more. Suppose I can eat so much. And if I eat more, then I get indigestion. That is the punishment of the laws of nature. I get dysentery. Then I'll have to starve for three days because I've eaten more. So yuktähära-vihärasya yoga bhavati siddhitaù. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said if you want to be a yogi or spiritualist, you should not take more than what you can digest, what can you eat. Yuktähära. You can satisfy your hunger, but according to yogic principle. Or from health point of view, even if you can eat so much, you can understand that "I can eat so much," you should not eat the whole thing. You should eat half. And one fourth you shall fill up with water, and one fourth you should leave vacant so that there may be ventilation, your digestion will be easily done. This is Äyurvedic law. Even if you think that you can eat so much, you should not voluntarily eat so much. You should eat half, and one-fourth you should fill up with water, and one-fourth you keep vacant for air ventilation. Then there will be no disease. It is hygienic principle. And as soon as you eat more than what you can digest, you become diseased. That means you are punished. Similarly, in every action you can have your portion as you need, but don't take more. Then it is helpful to Kåñëa consciousness. Yuktähära vihärasya yogo bhavati siddhi.

Devotee: The gentleman asks, "How do we apply that internationally?"

Prabhupäda: It is a international society. We are picking up men of this mentality, not that the whole world will be followers. That we do not expect. But there are men all over the world who like this movement; therefore we say international society. And actually it is happening. We are picking up our devotees from all parts of the world, so therefore it is international.

Prabhupäda: Our point is that we are going to live in the future. So if, becoming modern, we forget our future, then what is the use of becoming modernized? 

Better remain primitive.
The business is that in future also we shall exist. If we do not know how we shall exist—either I shall exist as a cat, as a dog, or a tree, or a demigod, or as associate of Kåñëa.... If I do not know.... On account of being modernized, if I remain in darkness about my future, so it is better to remain primitive. What is the use of becoming modernized and forget myself and my future? Becoming modernized, if I become dog in future, so what is the use of modernized? The real business is that I shall take care of my future. Especially in the human form of body. Cats and dogs, they do not know about future. If I know there is future, I have a future.... This is also said by Kåñëa. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù: [Bg. 2.13] "In future." Not this body, another body. So is it not my first business, to prepare what is my future body? That is my first business? Or to drink R.C. (Cola?) my first business? Just see. By drinking R.C. if I, next life I become a dog, then what is the use of modernized life? And if we, by remaining in primitive state, we can produce Vyäsadeva, oh, it is better. But the fools have no sense. Suppose if I go to some place for some business, and going there, to select my hotel, which hotel I shall enter, I remain busy to find out the hotel, and I forget the business for which I have gone there, then am I not madman? A human life is meant for deciding his future. If we do not care for the future, and if I want to become modernized from primitive life, is that very good inclination? Real business forgotten, but I am busy with modernized life. That example I give sometimes, (Bengali). That one has to go to see a fair on account of (Bengali). So women, they generally dress themself very nicely. So the woman say to his friend that "You dress." So dressing, dressing, dressing.... In the meantime, the fair finished. So the modern civilization is like that. (Bengali) I have to go to see the fair, but I became so much attentive in dressing that in the meantime news came, "The fair is finished." That is our civilization. A human life is meant for preparing for the next life. That is sensible. But I am so much busy in manufacturing things for modernized life, R.C., T.C., P.C., and so on, so on. In future, at the time of death, I begin to bark and I think, "Oh..." And nature will say, "All right, come on." "No, no, I'm not going to..." No, why not? You have become modernized, barking like dog. So you bark. Who will check that? Daivé hy eñä guëa-mayé mama mäyä...  mäyä will take consideration, "What you have made yourself, a dog or god?" That she will take account. If you have made yourself a dog, "Just come on, become a dog." If you have made yourself as god, then "Come on, you'll be demigod." That is for everything. Otherwise why there are varieties? There is dog life and there is demigod life, Indra life. It is not one-sided. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13], it is not one-sided. You have to change your body. And there are varieties of life, so it is up to you what kind of body you have got. You can change your body up to the point of becoming associate of Kåñëa. Mad-yäjino 'pi yänti mäm [Bg. 9.25]. Yad gatvä na nivartante tad dhäma... [Bg. 15.6]. These informations are there. So if you have to prepare for the next life, why not go back to home, back to Godhead? Yad gatvä na nivartante. This is intelligent? Or to become modernized and become a dog next life? Which is intelligent? The çästra says, "No, this is intelligent." What? Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattvam [SB 5.5.1]. This life should be utilized for tapasya, to purify your existence. That is the çästra. Çästra does not say you become modernized. 

What is this modernized? Simply waste of time.
Room Conversation with Devotees                       July 2, 1974, Melbourne

Prabhupäda: This industry is horrible work.

Simply by tilling your ground you get food grains, and 

keep some cows, you get milk—
your economic problem is solved.
Why such big, big industries? Ugra-karma. 

Prabhupäda: The big two wars of the world happened only on account of this industry. Do you know that? The cause is the big, big industry. Germany industrial, they produce goods. They must have market. But when they go to sell, there is no market. Britishers will not allow to sell them. The Britisher will take, purchase from them, and stamp it "Made in England" and sell it. And this is the cause of two big war. Therefore German declare twice war. Disaster. Therefore it is said, jagata ahitäya.

The last two disastrous war was waged only for this industry. 
This is the cause. P.163

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. In Western countries they are now fed up with this materialistic way of life. 
And I think it will very soon collapse, the Western way of life.
And naturally the next enquiry is spiritual.

Industrial civilization will fail.
The society is not in stable stage…They cannot make solution.

So as soon as the monetary source will decline, this civilization will be finished…

Because there is no culture. They are not standing on culture. They are standing on money…

They do not know what is culture of life. They simply want money, that's all.

So, so long the money is there it is covered, the fourth-class men.

And when the money is finished, they are exposed, fourth-class men. They're simply covered by money. No social structure, no spiritual understanding, no character, nothing of the sort. 

So this civilization will not endure. If there is no culture,
simply by money you cannot maintain a standard of civilization. 

That is not possible.
Now the American leaders they are thinking, "Let us have money, then everything..."

Of course, by money you are covering all the defects of the social culture. 

But this will not endure.

Day will come and everything will be exposed. 

Therefore culture required.

Morning Walk                     December 14, 1975, New Delhi

Prabhupäda: Anything change means it is the domain of rascals, pandemonium. Just like in Manu-saàhitä it is said that, nä stryäà svatantratäm arhati, women should not be given independence. 

Once said, that is fact. If you want to change, you suffer. That's all.

Hari-çauri: Any deviation from absolute law means immediately suffering.

Prabhupäda: Bas, immediately you have to suffer...       

Harikeça: You're painting a pretty bleak picture.             

Prabhupäda: Paint picture?

Harikeça: The one you're painting of society, and the future.        

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: There's no hope.

Prabhupäda: No. Unless they take to Kåñëa consciousness, there is no hope, that's a fact. 

There will be more chaotic condition and 

everyone will suffer and perish.
Ächinna-dära-draviëä gacchanti giri-känanam. This is already predcited. I am not painting. It is already there, I am simply repeating. That's all. I am not speculator.

Hari-çauri: Actually most of them are aware that they're in a very bad position. Everybody is expecting another war.

Prabhupäda: Yes, just see. This is capitol of India. This is the position. We can know, understand.

Harikeça: The problem is in America, it all looks so nice.

Prabhupäda: That means they are not yet so poverty-stricken.
Interview with the New York Times          September 2, 1972, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: I, I, I am traveling all over the world. My opinion is that, materially, America is happy. And spiritually some portion of India is happy. Otherwise, there is no happiness all over the world. And material happiness is illusion. That is not happiness. Because it will break at any time. Therefore that is not happiness. And spiritual happiness is real happiness. 

John Nordheimer: Prabhupäda, it's been thirty-five years since you were given this mission by your spiritual master to bring the word of Kåñëa to the West. A lot has happened in the world over that period of time. The world has...

Prabhupäda: That is nothing. That period of time is relative. As human beings, we live for some time-say for a hundred years—but there are demigods who can live for millions of years. And an ant will live for only a few hours. So this is relative. But time is eternal, and what is happening in so-called human history has no consideration from the viewpoint of eternal time. That is all relative. If there is some catastrophe in ant society, the ants may be very much concerned, but human society does not take any notice of it. Similarly, if a catastrophe occurs in human society, the demigods, who are higher than us, do not consider it. Some birds or cats or dogs may be fighting, and for them it may be a catastrophe, but for us it is nothing. This is the relative world, and we should know that what has happened in this world is not worthy of consideration in terms of universal affairs. Things are coming and going like seasonal changes. Arjuna put this question to Kåñëa: "This is a catastrophe! I have to kill my own men." Although Arjuna believed this to be a catastrophe, Kåñëa likened it to seasonal changes. Mäträ-sparçäs tu kaunteya çétoñëa-sukha-duùkha-däù [Bg. 2.14]. "O son of Kunté, the non-permanent appearance of happiness and distress and their disappearance in due course are like the appearance and disappearance of winter and summer seasons." In the winter season water is not very pleasant, but in the summer it is very pleasing. What then, is the condition of water? Is it pleasing or not? The water is the same, but in touch with our skin it becomes pleasing or not according to the climatic circumstances. Just because the summer is hot, should I give up cooking? Work must be done. Similarly, just because water is cold in the winter, should I give up my bath? No. These things may come and go, but we have to do our duty. Our duty is Kåñëa consciousness; that is our philosophy, and that is an actual fact. These seasonal changes may come and go in life; sometimes they may please us, and sometimes they may pinch us, but our duty in human life is to understand God. We shouldn't care for all these catastrophes that come and go. We should have no concern, for their nature is like that—sometimes pleasing and sometimes not pleasing. Despite all this, we have to do our duty, understand God.

John Nordheimer: How many followers do you have?

Prabhupäda: Well, this is a very difficult job, naturally. We don't have a large number of followers. As soon as you try to sell a diamond, you cannot expect many customers. Nonetheless, a diamond is a diamond, even if there are no customers. The number of customers is not the test. The customer must pay the value of the item. In this society we propose that you give up illicit sex, meat-eating, intoxication and gambling. When people hear this, they go away saying, "Oh, Swamiji is very conservative." But I cannot become liberal and tell everybody, "Go ahead and do all nonsense and you can become God conscious." I cannot possibly recommend that. Therefore my first condition is that if someone wants to become my student he has to follow these four regulative principles. Consequently I do not have many followers, but I do have a select few. Because they are select, they will bring about a revolution in the world. One moon is sufficient to dissipate darkness. If there is one moon, there is no need for millions of stars. It is useless to expect a large number of followers. We want only one good follower. If I can get one man to become Kåñëa conscious, I will consider my mission fulfilled. If you talk to whatever small number of followers I have, you will find that they talk better than any great philosopher, better than any scientist or politician. That is the quality of my students. What's the point in talking nonsense? One's words may be simple, but they should be valuable. Every day your employer is printing so many newspapers. On Sunday, especially, the paper is so big that one can hardly carry it. But after reading it an hour, people throw it away. Here is this book, Bhagavad-gétä, and people keep it and read it for a lifetime, and in this way it has been read for the past 5,000 years. Give such literature that will be taken and kept forever.

John Nordheimer: (laughing) It's already been suggested that we (the New York Times) are not divinely inspired. At any rate, this book-

Prabhupäda: If one gets a diamond, he possesses something valuable. But in this civilization you are simply making plastic plates and plastic cups. Indeed, in Japan I have seen pasteboard homes. And everyone is thinking that he is advanced. Formerly people used to have golden and silver utensils, but now they have plastic ones, and still they are very proud to be so materially advanced. What is your position? You have a bunch of paper and think, "I am a millionaire." What is the value of that paper? Is that not cheating? However, if we possess gold or diamonds worth a million dollars, that is actual wealth. But we are educated in such a way that we think we are millionaires by paper only. As soon as there is some catastrophe, millions of such dollars could not buy bread. This actually happened in Germany; millions of marks could not purchase one piece of bread. All this is going on in the name of advancement of civilization, and the real purpose of life, God consciousness, is missing. So every thoughtful man should come forward to understand this movement and take it seriously. Why are the people being misled? We just have to try to understand this philosophy, the basic principles of God consciousness.

Morning Walk                      November 16, 1975, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Our plan is the best because before meeting such catastrophies, go back to home, back to Godhead. This is the best. They are seeing the catastrophe, but they have no way to escape. That is the difference between them and ourselves. Jaya. Hare Kåñëa. Jaya.

Room Conversation                               July 27, 1976, London

Bhagavän: Thing is, we should not become dependent on machine.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: This unemployment is to their discredit. In the karmis' society the unemployment is a great discredit, now people sitting idle.

Prabhupäda: There will be great catastrophe. The unemployment will increase, and people will be very dissatisfied with the.... Especially the black. They will create havoc. This is artificial. They are increasing the production of tire tube and lid. So who will purchase? Nobody lives in the tire tube. Therefore unemployment. So therefore reduce production. You cannot go on increasing. You very much trade this tire tube and so many artificial.... It is very artificial civilization. If you produce.... [break] 

Interview with Reporters                  November 10, 1971, New Delhi

Reporter: Sir, I..., mine was a very hypothetical question. Supposing hundred pure saintly Kåñëa conscious people are meditating or discussing or just serving together, and there comes somebody, some duñöa(?) who drops a bomb, and at the end of all...

Prabhupäda: So those who are Kåñëa conscious, he has not afraid of bomb. They are not afraid of bomb.

Reporter: How to (indistinct) such people? We are such, sir, we are...

Prabhupäda: Now they receive bomb, then it is Kåñëa's desire that bomb has come.

Reporter: (Hindi)  

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) (laughter)

Prabhupäda: A Kåñëa conscious person is never afraid of anything. Bhayaà dvitéyäbhiniveçataù syäd. One who has conception of anything other than Kåñëa, he is afraid. One who knows everything is Kåñëa, why he should be afraid? If bomb is coming, he will see, "Oh, Kåñëa is coming.'' Yes. That is the vision of the devotee. So he thinks, "Oh, Kåñëa wants to kill me as bomb. Oh, that's all right. I will be killed.'' That is Kåñëa consciousness.

Reporter: We do not fight?          

Prabhupäda: No, he will fight. He will fight. By the direction of Kåñëa.

Reporter: By God inside?

Prabhupäda: Yes. He is not..., he is not afraid of fighting, but he will fight under direction of Kåñëa.

Reporter: On that, sir, he has put the real question which I was fumbling to ask. So...

Prabhupäda: No. Kåñëa fought. Kåñëa...

Reporter: In the Kåñëa conscious scheme there is also active struggle and activity?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Certainly. Niyataà kuru karma tvaà karma jyäyo hy akarmaëaù. Instead of sitting idle, if you act badly, that is good.

Reporter: Ah. There you are, sir.

Prabhupäda: That is Kåñëa's advice. Kåñëa does not say sit idly. Neither Arjuna was advised like that. Neither... Arjuna wanted to be nonviolent, sit idly. Kåñëa never did so. Kåñëa said, "Oh, you fight. You are kñatriya. It is your duty.'' And in order to raise him to that fighting position, this position, He taught him Bhagavad-gétä. So don't think that Kåñëa bhaktas are idle, sitting only. No. That is mistaken idea. Kåñëa bhakta can do anything under the direction of Kåñëa.

Reporter: You are not escapists?

Prabhupäda: No.

Reporter: Maharaja, please go on here helping us. You know, we are (indistinct). (laughter) (Hindi) [break]

Prabhupäda: ...me that "Your Vaiñëavism has killed India.'' And why? "No, Vaiñëava means inactive. They say simply chant Hare Kåñëa and do nothing.'' Then "You have not seen a Vaiñëava,'' I told him.

Reporter: Pardon?

Prabhupäda: I told him that he has not seen a Vaiñëava.

Reporter: Vaiñëava.

Prabhupäda: In India there are two major war, Räma-räjya yudha and kurukñetra yudha, and there the hero is a Vaiñëava-Arjuna and Hanumän.

Reporter: Hanumän?

Prabhupäda: Hanumänjé. Räma-räjya.                  

Reporter: He was perfect Vaiñëava.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I told him that "You haven't..., you have, have not seen a Vaiñëava."

Morning Walk                             June 14, 1972, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: No. Their policy is that they want to keep the people in that way-rascals and fools—then they'll vote and they'll enjoy the political power. That is their policy. Actually they do not want to see their countrymen elevated good character. They don't want to see. If the people become... Just like the British government in their time, they wanted to give education. Their education means A-B-C-D-half, mediocre, so that the government may be run on. They require clerks, servants, so much, not high education. As soon as there was question of high education, they stopped. And actually it so happened that as soon as the Indian people became highly educated and they learned the history of the world, they kicked them out. So these people, these rascals, Nixon and company, they want to keep the people in ignorance so that they'll get vote and enjoy. If people become intelligent brähmaëas, then immediately he'll be kicked out. What is his value? He has no value. This is policy. They don't want to see that people become elevated in knowledge. That is not their policy. Therefore, they do not agree. Actually they are seeing that "These Hare Kåñëa people, they're so nice character, they're religion, God conscious, so if all people become like this, then where we are?'' Because as soon as people become Kåñëa conscious, they'll noncooperate with the slaughterhouse, liquor industry, gambling, illicit sex. They will noncooperate. Then the whole plan of civilization will be collapsed.

Ätreya Åñi(?): Their biggest industry is the war industry.       

Prabhupäda: Yes.   

Ätreya Åñi(?): War, killing.

Prabhupäda: So, how they can (indistinct)? They do not know and do not actually want to see people enlightened. It is not their policy. It is simply make some show. Show means spend another set-up amount, investigation. Their men, the government men, they'll get money, that's all.

Ätreya Åñi(?): Jaya.

Prabhupäda: And finished. Engage some rascal report. This is going on.    

Ätreya Åñi(?): Exactly, exactly.

Prabhupäda: Very dangerous.

Ätreya Åñi(?): They are all thieves, Prabhupäda.                       

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Ätreya Åñi: Thieves, stealing from each other.

Prabhupäda: That's all. They don't want to see people very enlightened. "It is folly to be wise where ignorance is bliss.'' 

But at least how to become wise, that injunction has been given to you.

Now you try to save the country, how to do it. These people will not be. You'll have to educate the people, and they'll vote you to the senators, president, and then your country will be nice. Just like by Kurukñetra, Kåñëa smashed all Duryodhana and company, and He posted Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja. That is the Kåñëa's politics. 

He wanted to smash all these demons and have His own men posted on the royal throne...
When Kali could not penetrate into the daily behavior of the people, he planned killing of Parékñit Maharaja. So, one Kali brähmaëa cursed him to death, for no fault practically. Therefore the brähmaëas of this age, they are condemned. The so-called caste brähmaëas, they're condemned. That is lamented by the father of the boy who cursed Parékñit Maharaja. (japa) 

Room Conversation                       June 29, 1972, San Diego

Prabhupäda: What do you mean by powerful? Then President Nixon is not afraid of anything, do you think?

Guest (2): He personally may not, may be afraid of something, but as a country, yes, it's very powerful. The whole world is afraid of them.

Prabhupäda: Well, President Nixon means this country. Why he went to China? Why he went to Russia? He's also afraid. If there is war there will be great calamity. So everyone is afraid. Everyone is under the control of the laws of nature. Everyone is hungry. So actually nobody's powerful in this material world. Even if he's powerful, it is for temporary. So many Hitlers, so many Napoleons, so many Churchills and others came and gone. There was powerful British Empire, powerful Roman Empire. So nobody's powerful. That's a wrong idea. In due course of time everything will be kicked out and finished. That is the law of nature.

Guest (2): Fight in a real..., sword, fight with swords?

Prabhupäda: The demons. Demons. Demons. Just like Lord Rämacandra fought with the demons, so similarly, Kåñëa conscious person will fight with the demons. That is already there. Demons and demigod always fight. Deväsura-yuddha, you know? That is history. We don't say that fighting should be stopped. We don't say that. We don't say that becoming Kåñëa conscious, nonviolence. That is bogus. In Delhi when there was not..., declaration of war between Pakistan and India, press representative came: "Swamiji, what is your opinion about this fight?" I said, "You must fight."It was published in the paper. It gave some agitation. They were glad. I said, "You must fight." That was published in big letters... So we are not that kind of sädhu and Vaiñëava, that we don't take care of practical things. When there is need of fight, we shall fight.

Morning Walk                     December 12, 1973, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: Demons, they... If the communists are demons and the capitalists are also demons, fighting between demons, there will be war and loss of life, but nobody will come out victorious. That is going on. There is occasional world war, but the situation of the world remains the same. No party has become able to change the situation of the world. What do you think, Karandhara?

Karandhara: No, no significant change.

Prabhupäda: Simply they fight and loss of life and money, energy. War must be for the good. If there is some war, it must be for some good. But where is that goodness? The world remains the same; rather, it becomes more worst. Then why fight? But they will fight. Because both of them demons, they will fight. But not for any good result. War means... War is not bad. Just like disease. If somebody is diseased, then he becomes healthy. The whole polluted situation of the body becomes repaired. Just like when you get a boil or dysentery, all the poisons of the body, they become purged out. Then your health becomes nice. That is the law, nature's law. Similarly, war or famine or pestilence, they are meant for purging out all undesirable men. But the demonic principle is so strong that it is not becoming so. Hare Kåñëa. Make this approach. The Americans have placed in their constitution, "In God we Trust." It should be done very scientifically and philosophically, what is God and what is that trust, not a vague idea. Vague ideas will not help. They will not be able to conquer over the atheistic world. Actually, if there is organized party who believe in God factually, then this demon class of men will always be vanquished. Yes. Just like there was war between the suräsura, demigods and the asuras. God, Viñëu, took side of the demigods and came out victorious. But if both of them are demons, why Viñëu will take side of anyone of them? "You fight and go to hell." That is going on.

This dhümaketu is described in Daçävatära-stotra, dhümaketum iva kim api karälam. Dhümaketum iva. Dhümaketum iva kim api karälam. As soon as there is comet, there will be some disaster. Very great disaster. In our childhood we saw the comet, not this like. That was small comet. Still, the first world war was there declared. That we have seen in 1914.

Nara-näräyaëa: Halley's comet.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Nara-näräyaëa: I think they called it Halley's comet. Halley's comet.

Prabhupäda: Now the... You can expect at any moment disaster in this material world, but the comet is the sign that there will be some great disaster. It is... This material world, in every step there is disaster. Padaà padaà yad vipadäm [SB 10.14.58]. But those who have taken shelter of Kåñëa, the disaster is not meant for them. Samäçritä ye pada-pallava-plavam. Padaà padaà yad vipadäà na teñäm.

Morning Walk                            May 27, 1974, Rome

Prabhupäda: It will be used by nature. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi [Bg. 3.27]. He is thinking that "I am proprietor of this atomic bomb," but he does not know that the other's atomic bomb will kill me, and my atomic bomb, I kill him. That's all. He does not know that. He is thinking, "I am very proud of possessing." But that will be the cause of his death.

Yogeçvara: Is such an atomic war foretold in SB..

Prabhupäda: Yes. Next war means atomic war. All these rascals will be killed automatically. I will kill you, you'll kill me. That's all.

Yogeçvara: Is that war to occur in the recent future? Or is that a long way off?

Prabhupäda: Very recent, very recent future. This Communist and Capitalist mentality will bring the next... The Communists will be victorious.

Dhanaïjaya: And after the war what will be the result?

Prabhupäda: After the war they will come to sense. The Communist problem... Communist is not a problem. It is good proposal, but they are missing one point. They are making Lenin the leader. If they make Kåñëa the leader, then the Communistic idea will be very fruitful. They are picking up a rascal leader, but if they pick up the nice leader, God the supreme dictator, then every-thing is all right. They are catching up a dictator, but they do not know that he is rascal number one. But if he catches the Supreme Lord as dictator, as Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityajya [Bg. 18.66], then he will be happy, immediately. 

Keep amongst yourself and produce.

Produce food grain, produce cotton, mustard seed. Self dependent, no use...

And we don't require motorcar. Bullock cart is sufficient.

There is no need of going anywhere.

Bhagavän: We can make our own cloth? Khädi.

Prabhupäda: Yes, cotton. From cotton you can make your own cloth.

Dhanaïjaya: My wife knows how to spin cloth.

Prabhupäda: Yes. By spinning thread, then you make cloth. Without any price. You grow your cotton and have your cloth. So by machine, they have created so many idle brain, and therefore hippies are coming out, problem. This is the result of this. Because they have created this machine, not everyone is employed, so he must become a hippie. Idle brain is a devil's workshop.

Bhagavän: Even the older generation, even the fathers, they are becoming...

Prabhupäda: Anyone who hasn't got sufficient to work, to be employed or engaged, then he must become hippie, vagabond. What is this? Temple?       

Dhanaïjaya: This is Mary, the...

Yogeçvara: The Virgin Mary.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is just like India. They also make some small temple like this.

Yogeçvara: Mahatma Gandhi formulated many such programs for producing khädi, for cow protection and so on.

Prabhupäda: No, he did not make any cow protection.

Yogeçvara: No? We know from your teachings that he was missing the point.

Prabhupäda: Missing... The point is God. He was atheist. He did not believe in Kåñëa.

Yogeçvara: But from the level of application of his programs, is there some value?

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is good program, to produce your own necessities of life. That is good idea. But he could not turn the people, because they are godless. Godless man cannot have any good qualification. I requested him to become God conscious and preach Kåñëa consciousness. He thought it ludicrous. Yes. He was such a godless man.

Yogeçvara: All Indians worship Gandhi.

Prabhupäda: Then how he was killed? That is the proof. Otherwise, how was he killed?

Yogeçvara: Every place we go, we see Indian's homes, pictures of Gandhi on their tables.

Prabhupäda: You, you have not visited everyone's house here. Three, four house you have visited. That's all.

Bhagavän: You haven't even been to India. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Don't talk all this nonsense.

Bhagavän: So in our community, when we grow things, or we have need of someone's services, how are these services distributed equally? Let's say we grow cauliflower, we grow peas, we grow wheat. Is it that each family must be responsible and take only what he needs? How is it distributed?

Prabhupäda: No, no. These varieties... Suppose you grow half a dozen different types of vegetables. So from this half a dozen you can make three dozen varieties. If you are a good cooker. So the varieties of enjoyment will be fulfilled. We have got some desire of different quality of varieties. That you can make. From milk, vegetable, grains, the three things, you can make three hundred varieties.

Bhagavän: But my question is, if the community produces... Some class of men produce vegetables and grains, some class produce cows, some class produce clothes, some class produce necessities for building. How are these things distributed equally?

Prabhupäda: Because we are community, we shall distribute whatever necessity for everyone.

Bhagavän: They will come and say, "I need this much cloth, I need this much milk."

Prabhupäda: No, this much cloth... But if you become Kåñëa conscious, then you will be satisfied with the minimum necessities of life. That is natural. You won't demand.

Yogeçvara: So actually such a program can only be successful proportionately with the rise of Kåñëa consciousness of the people.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the main basic principle. Without being Kåñëa conscious, if you arrange like this, that will never be successful.

Yogeçvara: They won't be satisfied.       

Prabhupäda: No.

Bhagavän: The kñatriyas make sure that people are correct, acting correctly, that no one is taking more than what they need?

Prabhupäda: Naturally he will do. If you make him Kåñëa conscious, if he attends the Kåñëa conscious program, naturally he will do. Svämin kåtärtho 'smi. That is the progress of Kåñëa consciousness. He will be satisfied in any condition of life. That is progress of Kåñëa consciousness. He doesn't require anything artificially. His main necessity is how to become Kåñëa conscious. So if his attention is diverted in that way, these things will be not important.

Yogeçvara: So then we should begin our rural communities like New Vrindaban, and then by training up people in the cities, we can send them gradually...

Prabhupäda: There will be no city. We don't want cities.       

Bhagavän: What about our city temples?

Prabhupäda: No, no. For the time it may go on. 

But as we make progress, 

there will be no necessity. 

City means...For the present we have got. Because the city is there, we are there. 

But suppose the city is closed. We shall be there? 

If the city is closed, you still will be there?
Yogeçvara: But we can predict that the cities will go on for quite some time.   Prabhupäda: Yes, it will go on, 

but when they will see that your ideal community is better than city life,

people will take to it.
Paraà dåñövä nivartate [Bg. 9.59]. 

When one gets a better standard of life, naturally he will give up the lower standard of life.

Dhanaïjaya: But won't the countryside be spoiled if there is an atomic war?

Prabhupäda: Yes. The what is called...?

Dhanaïjaya: Radioactivity.

Prabhupäda: By atomic bomb... What is that? The... It says in your country, that you divide the city. I just forget.

Yogeçvara: The result of the bomb?

Prabhupäda: Bomb will be utilized where there are big materialistic persons. Bombs are never thrown in the village.

Bhagavän: The bombs will be thrown in the big cities where the industry is.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.

Yogeçvara: The targets will be the cities.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They will be finished first. The bombs are never used at the villages. Downtown, downtown. (laughter) The downtown will be first finished. I have got experience during the last war. The bombs were being thrown in Calcutta and almost all the bombs were thrown in downtown.

Bhagavän: They know they don't want to bomb the countryside or else how can they live?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: The overpopulation is in the city.       

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: They think that overpopulation occurs in underdeveloped countries, but actually in every city it is overpopulation, people living on top of each other like rats.

Prabhupäda: (loud noises) These are subway trains?

Dhanaïjaya: No, these are ordinary trains.

Prabhupäda: So all your problems solved?

Bhagavän: No, not yet.

Prabhupäda: Put problems. I'll solve.
Yogeçvara: Here's a problem. The women today want the same rights as men. How can they be satisfied?

Prabhupäda: Everything will be satisfied. Just like our women, Kåñëa conscious, they are working. They don't want equal rights with men. It is due to Kåñëa consciousness. They are cleansing the temple, they are cooking very nicely. They are satisfied. They never say that "I have to go to Japan for preaching like Prabhupäda." They never say. This is artificial. So Kåñëa consciousness means work in his constitutional position. The women, men, when they remain in their constitutional position, there will be no artificial (indistinct) (loud traffic noises)

Bhagavän: They say that our women are unintelligent because they submit so easily, but...

Prabhupäda: Subway?

Dhanaïjaya: No. This is also public transport, other trains.

Bhagavän: But actually, our women are so qualified in so many ways, but these girls who simply work in the city can do nothing. They can't cook, they can't clean, they can't sew.

Prabhupäda: All rubbish, these modern girls, they are all rubbish. Therefore they are simply used for sex satisfaction. Topless, bottomless... (end)
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Dhanaïjaya: In Greenland?

Prabhupäda: Others cannot live locally.

Satsvarüpa: That's not their karma?

Prabhupäda: No, karma is there. That is another point. My point is that any condition, one can live locally. That is my point. They are supposed to be uncivilized, and they live in the ice cottage. There is no sufficient things for eating. And how they live? That is the point. So why civilized man cannot live locally?

Satsvarüpa: One objection to that is that they say that now cultures have been spread more by all this transportation. You even write that the world is now like a global village. But if everyone just stays in their own place, they won't know what people and culture is like in other parts of the world, and their view will be more narrow.

Prabhupäda: No. They may go sometimes. Just like in India, they used to live locally, but at the same time they used to go to the pilgrimages by walking. It is not prohibited that one should not go out, but when one goes out, he goes out of pleasure, not as obligation. At the present moment, it has become an obligation, that one must go out of his home, of his village, of his country. That is defective. There was no need of so many transports. People remained locally. One has to go for livelihood hundred miles. This is defective.                 

Dhanaïjaya: But people say they travel for education.

Prabhupäda: What education? Hippies? Your education has ended into hippies. Finish that education, nonsense education. Now, you have seen in Harmonist that the school children, they are having sex intercourse publicly, and they are running naked in America. Is it not?

Satsvarüpa: Yes It's a very big thing now, running naked.                     

Dhanaïjaya: It's called "streaking."

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, the nonsense education, result is like that. Is that education? I first, when I saw in Honolulu University—all hippies, all the students, half naked and niggardly dressed. Why so many? They are all students. You see? It has become a fashion. This is the education. And one commissioner has... You have not seen our Harmonist prepared. Collapse.

Satsvarüpa: I saw it yesterday. The president of Temple University, he said this was good, this running naked.

Prabhupäda: And another has that "education has collapsed."

Dhanaïjaya: They have lost all sense of moral values.

Prabhupäda: Animals. The whole material civilization is based on animalism. Therefore now they are coming as naked animals. The basic principle of the civilization is animalism. Now... It was covered by the progress of time. Now they are coming to be naked animals, that's all.

Yogeçvara: So this is another problem for Bhagavän's book.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That... You have created this animal civilization. Now they are coming out as naked animals. This is the result. Now you have to reform them. That reformation is Kåñëa consciousness. So you have to make an example, what is actually human life. Then others will see. You cannot stop them. But some of them, those who are intelligent, they will see, "Yes, here is life." As they are coming to nakedness, they will come to this, our mode of life. 

So you have to become an ideal society. 

You live locally, and be self-sufficient.

They will see that it is possible to 

live locally without movement,

and still highly cultured men, 

self-sufficient. 

That is required.

Yogeçvara: Before he left, Bhagavän left me a list of questions. May I ask you some?   Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: One problem that seems to be occurring more and more frequently is the appearance of terrorists, that is to say, men who are motivated for some political, mostly political reasons.

Prabhupäda: Yes the whole basic principle I have already explained. Because they are animals, so sometimes ferocious animal. That's all. Animal, there are different types of animals. Tigers and lions, they are ferocious animal. But you live in the animal society. So animal society, some, another animal comes as very ferocious, that is not very astonishing. After all, you are living in animal society. 

So you become human being, ideal. 

This is the only solution.
We have already declared, this is animal society. If some ferocious animal comes out, so where is the astonishment? After all, it is animal society. Either a tiger comes or elephant comes, they are all animals. That's all. But you don't become animal. Counteract. That is required. Then after... A human being is called rational animal. If you come to the rationality, that is required. If you remain also another animal, another type of animal, that will not help you. You have to become actually human being. But durlabhaà mänuñaà janma tad apy adhruvam arthadam. You have to... These people they have no aim of life. What is the aim of human..., they do not know. So their animal propensities are being adjusted this way, that way, this way, that way. Just like they go to see naked dance. The animal propensity—he is seeing his wife daily naked, and still he is going to see naked dance, and paying some fees. Because they have no engagement except this animalism. Is it not? So what is the use of going to see another woman naked? You are seeing every day, every night, your wife naked. Why you are... Because they have no other engagement. The animals. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. That a dog, it does not know what is the taste. He is simply chewing the, one bone, this way, that way, this way, that way. Because he is animal. He has no other engagement. So this whole society is animal. Especially the westerners. And they have developed a civilization on that animal propensities, means "I am this body, and the best use of my life is to gratify senses." This is animal. "I am this body." Body means the senses. "And to satisfy the senses is the highest perfection." This is their civilization. So you have to introduce real human civilization. You should not be surprised, an animal, in different shapes, in different capacity, comes out. After all, he is an animal. 

The basic principle is animalism. Because he is thinking, "I am this body..." As the dog is thinking, "I am dog, very stout and strong dog," so another man is thinking, "I am big nation." But what is the basic principle? A dog is also thinking on the basis of his body, and this big nation is also thinking on the basis of body. So there is no difference between this dog and this big nation. The only difference is that human being, by nature's gift, he got better senses. So... And he has no power, or there is no education to utilize the better senses, how to advance spiritually and get out of this material world. That he has no sense. He is simply using that better intelligence for animalism. This is the meaning. He has no education how to utilize the better intelligence. Therefore he is utilizing only in animalism. And people all over the world, when they see the westerners, "They are advanced." What is that? Advancing in animalism. Basic principle remains the animalism. They become surprised. They also imitate. So they are expanding animalism, animal civilization. 

Now we have to counteract

for the benefit of the human civilization.
Satsvarüpa: They are so ignorant that...

Prabhupäda: An animal is always ignorant.

Satsvarüpa: When we stress on this point, they become very shocked that we talk like this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na...(?)

Satsvarüpa: "You are calling us animals?"

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are animals. Yes. If they are sensible, they can understand, now, what is the difference. A dog is thinking, "I am very stout and strong dog." He has, on the basis of his body. And another man, a big American, thinks, "We are very big nation, powerful nation." So what is the difference between these? The basic principle is there, the bodily consciousness. Therefore it is animalism. Is it not? The basic principle has not changed. Suppose a pickpocket... The same story, Alexander the Great and the thief. He was arrested, and when he convinced him that "What is the difference between you and me? You have got good military strength. You are conquering. And I have got my knife and another thing. I am just going and plundering. So you are also plundering, I am plundering. Why you have caught me? What right you have got to punish me? Because we are the same. You are doing in a larger scale, I am doing in a small scale. That is the difference." So he was set free, "Yes." Alexander the Great, he was sensible man, "Yes, what I am doing? The same thing in a bigger scale that's all." So these rascal, actually, they are animals, but they are declaring advancement. What advancement? The same thing: eating, sleeping, sex and defending. That is animal... The dogs also do like that. They also eat, they also sleep, they have sex life. Now they are coming to the dog's life. A dog, just like street, they have sex life. They are coming, advance. This is advancement, that "We have become now pure dog. So long it was hidden, now we are open." This is the civilization, animal civilization.

Yogeçvara: So many social reformers will agree with you...

Prabhupäda: What social? He is animal. How he can reform? First of all, let him become man. What reform? What is the meaning of his reform? He is animal also. That's all. You cannot expect any reformation by the same animal. That is explained. Çva-viò-varähoñöra-kharaiù saàstutaù puruñaù paçuù [SB 2.3.19]. The so-called leader he is also animal, and he is eulogized by another animal. This is going on. And another animal, one animal, big animal is being elected as the president. Therefore you are suffering. Nixon. What is Nixon? He is also another animal. And the animals have elected him president. Just see. This is going on. Where is the human being?

Dhanaïjaya: Just like in the forest. The animals, they select the lion to be the king.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So this is going on. That is condemned. One who is not God-conscious, one who does not know that he is not body, he is animal. That's all. Maybe in different dress, in different... 

So you have to set up real human society 

in a small scale so people will see, "Yes."
Because man has got intelligence. Just like, although I am condemning the western mode of life, still, so many western young boys, they have come. I never came to speak to flatter you, that "Your western civilization is very nice." I never said that. Why you are coming? I never came to flatter you, neither I never came to say, "Yes, there is no God." I am speaking just opposite, everything opposite. "You are drunkard; no drink. You are illicit sex hunters; no illicit sex." So I am just speaking opposite, from the beginning of my preaching. So why you are coming? So if you stick to your position, real human civilization, people will come, gradually. Because they have got the sense. When we say others are animals, demons, we don't say whimsically, capriciously, no. On the basis of sound knowledge. Therefore our declaration is completely right. We are not mental speculators, that I say some gentleman, "You are animal." No. I see, I know, that he is animal. Therefore I say. A man is running his motorcar, (makes sound) rarararara, and a dog is running. We don't see any difference, although he is on the motorcar. We don't find any difference. He is as good as the dog. Unnecessarily he is running. What is the meaning of running of the dog?

Dhanaïjaya: Actually the man is making more noise than the dog.

Prabhupäda: That's all. So we say another dog is running in a different way. That's all. 

These are very strong words. People will be angry. But this is a fact.

Yogeçvara: So here's a practical problem. People would be interested to know our position on divorce. Here in Rome they just passed a divorce law.

Prabhupäda: That is also animalism. Just like a dog having sex intercourse with another female dog, and another, another, another. It is also animalism. So that is your decision. They are animals, and different way they are coming to be naked animal, that's all. The divorce is also dog's business. Dog is having sex intercourse with this female dog and another, another, another, another. It is animalism, That's all.

Yogeçvara: But people are objecting that: If we cannot get divorced, then we are forced to live with each other even if we hate each other." 

Prabhupäda: But hate each other, that's all right. We say what is the use of your sexual intercourse? That is animalism. You avoid it. Our Vedic civilization is to avoid it. Therefore they remain brahmacäré, naiñöhika-brahmacäré, no sexual intercourse in the whole life. That is perfection.

Yogeçvara: But that's not possible for the mass of people.

Prabhupäda: No, why not possible? We have got so many, just like Çukadeva Gosvämé. He remained completely brahmacäré, although naked he is. He is. He doesn't require, and neither he is agitated. Just like when he was passing, the girls were taking bath. They did not take care. They knew that he is not at all affected by any woman. And when his father was going, they covered. So father inquired, Vyäsadeva, a personality like Vyäsadeva, said, "Why you covered? I am old man, and my young son he was passing naked." They said that "He is paramahaàsa. He has no agitation of the mind. But you are gåhastha. You live with woman. You have got distinction, man and woman." So this is civilization. What is the use of sex life? It is simply entanglement. Therefore, at the last stage, one is supposed to become sannyäsé. What is sannyäsé? Vänaprastha, sannyäsé, brahmacäré—no sex life. Out of the four different status of life, the brahmacäré has no sex life, the vänaprastha has no sex life, the sannyäsé has no sex life. Only the gåhastha. That means it is prohibitory. It is allowed—it is simply concession to the person who cannot remain without sex life. It is simply a concession. Otherwise, according to Vedic civilization, there is no need of sex life. Because it is entanglement, simply entanglement. Yan maithunädi-gåhamedhi-sukhaà hi tucchaà kaëòüyanena karayor iva duùkha-duùkham [SB 7.9.45]. The example has been given. There is itching between the two hands. That's all. That means the itching disease is increased. This has been the description of sex life. Tåpyanti neha kåpaëä bahu-duùkha-bhäjaù. Although behind the sex life there are so many troubles, but still the rascals do not cease. Either illicit sex or legal sex... Legal sex you beget children. There are so many troubles. You have to raise them nicely, you have to give them education, you must be situated nicely. That is the duty of father. Otherwise, he would go on, begetting like cats and dogs, no responsibility. Just like some of our students, immediately married and again, "Give me sannyäsa." What is this? Irresponsible, that's all. Irresponsibility. So these things are not required at all. These things are not required. Bahu-duùkha-bhäjaù. After marrying they see it is very great responsibility. "Now let me take sannyäsa." That's all. Why you marry? Because he finds that after marriage there are so many difficulties. So irresponsible man. So after there is difficulties; that's a fact. So why should you go to the difficulty? Therefore the conclusion is the married life is not required. But if you cannot tolerate, all right, get this concession, live very gentlemanly. This is marriage. Otherwise for higher sense, higher elevation... High elevation, of course, one who is actually on the higher elevation, he is married or not married, it doesn't matter. But on the whole, the sex life is not necessary.
Yogeçvara: So these Italian women are complaining now that their husbands are abusing them, so why can they not get divorced?

Prabhupäda: Why do you marry?

Yogeçvara: Obviously, they wanted sex in the beginning, but they didn't know it was going to be so much trouble.

Prabhupäda: That is our point. Then why do you marry? Just begin Kåñëa conscious, and you will find, without sex, you will be happy.

Yogeçvara: But what do we advise such women?

Prabhupäda: Whatever they, others women, they may take lesson from them that, "If these woman are suffering or these men are suffering, why should we marry?" There is a Bengali proverb, dekhe sekhe and tekhe sekhe (?). One who is intelligent, he can see what is happening, he becomes cautious. And one, when actually experienced, then he becomes cautious. Less intelligent. So if it is not good, why you are marrying? Why you are induced by sex life? Stop it by Kåñëa consciousness. If you devote yourself, the whole life, in Kåñëa consciousness you will not be agitated by any sex life. And that is yad-avadhi mama cetaù kåñëa-pädäravinde. If one is actually advanced in Kåñëa consciousness, he will deride, "Huh! Nonsense! What is this?" That is Kåñëa consciousness, advancement. 

The only remedy, prime remedy for all solution, is Kåñëa conscious.

That we have to say.
So answers are all right or not?                                                              

Yogeçvara: No, very nice. (laughter)                                 

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Our life is so nice. 

We are satisfied with eating Kåñëa prasädam

and chant whole day and night Hare Kåñëa.

That's all.
What is the use of this industry and trade.

And transport and politics.

There is no need.

Anartha.

It is called anartha, unwanted things.

anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm [SB 1.7.6]

These are all anarthas, unwanted things. So to stop these anarthas is bhakti-yoga. Anartha upaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje, lokasya. These rascals, they do not know. Therefore vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm. Vidvän, the most learned man Vyäsadeva has written this Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 

This is all described. First of all, the first defect is that you are eternal spirit soul. Why you should be entangled with this material body? That is the first fault. That is anartha. I am spirit soul. Why shall I accept this material body? That is my basic principle of unwanted things. And to make solution how to get out of this material entanglement. And that is... Tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti [Bg. 4.9]. After leaving this body, now this is the last, and then I am not coming to this material world. How? Simply by Kåñëa consciousness. Pitä na sa syäj janané na sä syät, gurur na sa syät, na mocayed yaù samupeta-måtyum. The Bhägavata says that "One should not become parent, father and mother, one should not become guru, one should not become friend, one should not become husband"—these are the guardians—"if one cannot release his dependent from this repetition of birth and death." This is civilization. This is civilization. Not that "I am now human being; I shall become demigod. Or I am dog, I shall become human being." The karmés, they are thinking this is advancement. This is not advancement. Real advancement: no more accepting any material body. That is the real advancement. Just finish. This sense can come in human form of life, that "I have suffered so much. I have come through so many species of life. Now I have got sense." So the reply is there that mäm upetya kaunteya duùkhälayam açäçvataà näpnuvanti: [Bg. 8.15] "Anyone who comes to Me, he does not come again to this miserable condition of material existence." We should take advantage of this. That is human civilization. What is this human civilization? Jumping like dog, in a motorcar, that's all. This is not civilization. This is dog civilization, that's all. And actually what benefit they have derived? They are not satisfied. One man has got this car, and next year another car, another car. And the car manufacturer also giving fashion. "This is 1974 edition, this is 1975 edition." And they are earning money with hard labor. "All right, get a motorcar." And again, next year change. What is this civilization? No satisfaction. They do not know where is the point of satisfaction. It is dog civilization.

Yogeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, the way you've been describing our solutions to the problems of the world, they seem to be on two levels. 

One is the extended solution, that is to say, the ultimate solution of Kåñëa conscious.
Prabhupäda:                  No, there is no question of extended.

You keep yourself in a limited solution. 

And then, when it is appreciated it will be automatically extended.

You don't touch the extended.

You become ideal civilized man. 

Others will follow.

Yogeçvara: Well, for example, ultimately, we want to live locally. These cities are not necessary.

Prabhupäda: No, you make the best use of a bad bargain. We shall depend more... Just like in New Vrindaban. They are coming to the city for preaching. So not absolutely we can abstain immediately because we have been dependent so long, many, many lives. You cannot. 

But the ideal should be introduced gradually.

And make it perfect 

more and more and more and more.

But there is possibility. Possibility if you live locally and make your arrangement, you get your foods... The real necessity is, bodily necessity is, eating, sleeping, mating and defending. This is necessity. So if you can eat locally, you can sleep locally, you can have your sex life also locally and you can defend locally, then what is the wrong? These are the necessities. We are not stopping this. We are not stopping, "No more sex life." That is nonsense, another nonsense. You must have. Marry. That's all. So you can marry locally and live. Where is the difficulty? Defend. If somebody comes to attack, there must be men to defend. And eating and sleeping. Where is your difficulty? Manage locally, as far as possible. After all, these are the necessities of body. So it can be solved locally. Is it impossible? To solve the bodily necessities? What do you think? Is it impossible?      Satsvarüpa: No, it's very simple.

Prabhupäda:                              Then do it. Do it. 
Set example perfectly.
This is nice park. Yes. You can have your park locally. Where is the difficulty? Garden. Fruits, flowers, garden. There is park. Also you can have a pond like this. People are doing that locally. In Bengal especially. Whole Bengal was a garden. It was so nice. Whole Bengal was a garden.

Dhanaïjaya: I noticed this when I took the train from Calcutta to Krishnanagar. Once you get further out, it's so nice, the villages. There is the pond there.

Prabhupäda: And... Why Calcutta? You go to the airport. You will find so nice gardens, still existing. Now it is spoiled also. Because people have changed locally to the city. Nobody has to take care now. Otherwise, in Bengal especially, throughout the whole India, Bengal was so beautiful. The Europeans became attracted by the beauty of Bengal. Therefore they made Calcutta their capital, the Britishers. Yes. Every European liked Bengal. Every European. I met one European German gentleman in Bombay. He was in Calcutta. So I asked, "Why you left Calcutta?" "Oh, I am very sorry. Calcutta was so nice." And actually. Where we have got our temple, these quarters were known as "Sahib" quarter. Just like our temple is "Sahib" temple. So these Chowringee and Camac Street, Park, these were all European. They liked very much to live in Bengal… 

Yogeçvara: The manager of a large factory comes to us and says, "Well, here is my problem. My workers are striking for higher pay and no one is satisfied So what can I do?"

Prabhupäda: Yes, you take to Kåñëa consciousness.

Yogeçvara: Well, he wants to know, "How can I apply that in my factory?"

Prabhupäda: You give us the in charge, make us in charge of the factory, we shall do it, and see how we can deal. You can do it. We shall introduce immediately kértana and give them prasädam. It will be solved. And give them lecture and philosophy. We can take. Let us have the charge. Then see how we can do. Or you follow our instruction. But that you will not. You want to exploit these poor fellows, and you are coming to us for solution. 

You first of all give up the spirit of exploiting.

Then it will be solved.

You have come to take our advice how to exploit them.

Yogeçvara: So he would ask, "Do I have to close my factory?"

Prabhupäda: No, we shall run on the factory. You give us in charge. We don't want anything from you. Let us manage. I can manage. Just organize saìkértana. It will be solved. Now, these factory men works and goes home. So if you say that "You come early in the morning and you take prasädam here and chant Hare Kåñëa half an hour," they will immediately agree. Immediately agree. And give them good prasädam and have chanting for one hour. They will be all submissive. Is it not? Will they not agree? At least, they will see that "We haven't got to spend money for our food at home. We shall get nice food here. Let us chant. What is the harm?" And as soon as he chants, he becomes a gentleman. That's all.
Yogeçvara: So because we will have cut down his expenses, he will be satisfied with the pay that he has. We would not have to give him more money.

Prabhupäda: They will not take any payment. Just like under me so many Europeans and Americans work daily. I don't pay them a farthing. When they become Kåñëa conscious, you'll haven't got to pay anything. But you cannot take also anything. You cannot, you do not expect that "I don't have to pay anything, so it is very good profit." No, sir, you cannot take also anything. If I would have taken all the sales produced of the book selling, then you would not work. Because although it is my books, I do not take any profit or any sales proceeds, therefore you work. Similarly, these rascals, the proprietor of the factories, if they do not take anything, they will also agree not to take anything. Everything belongs to Kåñëa. Then the solution is there.

Yogeçvara: So in other words the workers are unsatisfied because they see that the managers are exploiting them, but if they see the managers are giving the money to Kåñëa, they will feel satisfied.

Prabhupäda: Yes, and they will also give. Kåñëa becomes the proprietor. Everyone is satisfied.

Dhanaïjaya: Jaya. This is varëäçrama institution.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is above varëäçrama. It is above varëäçrama. Varëäçrama there is give and take, but here there is no give and... Here is simply give, no take. That is above varëäçrama.

Dhanaïjaya: So the workers are giving to the devotees and the devotees are giving to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They become devotee, they will give to Kåñëa. 

You also become devotees.

Not that they become devotee and you exploit them very nicely. That is not. [break]

Satsvarüpa: ...their nuts and bolts.

Prabhupäda: No, nuts, if there is demand, let this go on. Why shall I shut down. But we cannot run on this slaughterhouse... (end)

Morning Walk                         June 2, 1974, Geneva

Bhagavän: They are actually just cannibals because they maintain themselves on eating the cow.…They think it's so horrible to eat another person, but...

Prabhupäda: Yes. And they are suffering. Therefore you'll find, in the recent history, 

every twenty-five years there is a big war, slaughter, mass slaughtering of the people. 

How nature will tolerate? Now India has learned, imitated the western countries. Now there is war between India and Pakistan. Otherwise there was no such thing. During two wars between the Pakistan and Hindustan, unnecessarily, without any profit, millions of people were killed.

Bhagavän: Yes. The article said that they dump their garbage in a certain area, and nothing can grow there except the most poisonous bacteria. And now that whole business is moving back towards the population.

Prabhupäda: Reaction. Everything... Yajïärthe karmaëo yatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù [Bg. 3.9]. Whatever you do, you are bound up by the reaction. That is nature's law. [break]

Morning Walk                           June 9, 1974, Paris

 ...and occasionally there will be war, and they'll kill themselves. That's all. Now they are killing animals. That is a separate from human being. 

But time will come, the human beings, they will kill themselves, one another. Not only one, two, but wholesale. 

Daily, millions or thousands will be killed.
They want to avoid war. For that reason, they invented the United Nations. Eh?

Room Conversation                      June 11, 1974, Paris

Prabhupäda: Now, this is our proposal, that why you should kill cow? Cow may be protected to take milk, and use this milk for so many nice preparations. Then, so far meat-eating is concerned, so every cow will die. It is a fact. So you wait a few days only. There will be so many dead cows. So you take all the dead cows and eat. So where is the bad proposal? If you say that "You are restraining us from meat-eating," no, we don't restrain you. We simply request you that "Don't kill. When the cow is dead, you eat it."
Puñöa-kåñëa: Prabhupäda, in the western countries now, the young people, when their parents grow old, they generally send them away to old age homes. So if they have no compassion even towards their own parents, that they would send them away, then how can we educate them to protect the cow which is just like mother if they're even willing to practically kill their parents?

Prabhupäda: So there is no question of protecting. We shall protect. Simply we ask them that "Don't purchase meat from the slaughterhouse. We shall supply you the cow after his death." Where is the wrong?

Satsvarüpa: Not enough meat.        

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: Not enough meat fast enough, they're eating so much beef.

Prabhupäda: No, fast, fast. Fast means you have to eat the cow's flesh. So how you can make it fast? The cows' number are the same. So it will remain the same. Simply you wait for the natural death. Where is the restriction? You have got a limited number of cows. Either you wait for the death, or you kill it at once, the number of cows are the same. So we simply request you that you don't kill them. Wait for the natural death and take it. What is the wrong? The number of cows is the same. You cannot increase it. Increase or decrease, the number of cows is there. So we simply request you that so long they're alive, let us take it's milk, and give nice foodstuff to the human society.

Yogeçvara: If they don't kill it, they'll be even more cows.      

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: If they don't kill the cow, then they will have even more meat, because then the cow will have more time to reproduce, more calves. If they don't kill the cow right away.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: There'll be even more cows.

Prabhupäda: More cows. Yes. They'll have more cows. Simply we request that "Don't..." You propagate this. "Don't kill, don't maintain the slaughterhouse." It's very sinful. It has got very awkward reaction on the society. Stop this slaughterhouse. We don't say that you stop eating meat. You eat meat, but don't take it from slaughterhouse. Or don't by killing. Simply wait, and you'll get the... How long the cow will live? Their maximum age is twenty years. So not that you have to wait for twenty years. There are many cows, eighteen years, sixteen years or ten years. So wait for that much time. Then you regularly get dead cows and eat. What is the wrong? You make this propaganda. You may, for few years, may not get. By that time, you can eat some dogs and cats. (laughter) Yes. The Koreans, they are using dogs. Where is the difference between you and the Korean? You can eat also dogs for the time being. Or hogs. You eat hogs. We don't prohibit killing of these small animals. We don't sanction, neither prohibit. But especially we request cow protection because it is ordered by Kåñëa. Because we are Kåñëa conscious people,

therefore we have to carry out the order of Kåñëa, go-rakñya.

That is our duty.
And economically also, it is very useful. Kåñëa has recommended for nothing, it is not like that. It has some meaning, that if you have got cows. You see. They're... Our cows in New Vrindaban, they're giving more milk than other cows. Because they are confident that they'll not be killed here. They have got sense. Not like that rascal, "They have no soul. They have no sense." They have got sense. In other places, they do not give so much milk. But 

in New Vrindaban, they're so jolly, as soon as Kértanänanda Mahäräja calls, they'll come. Yes, just like friends. And they are confident that "We'll not be killed." So they are jubilant, and they're giving much milk. Yes. So in Europe, the cows are also good, but the cow-killing system also very good. So you stop this. We simply request that, that you'll get the cow's flesh. As soon as it is dead, we shall supply you free of charges. You haven't got to pay four thousand pounds or four, this, or so much money. You get free and eat. And why you are killing? Stop this slaughterhouse. What is the wrong in this proposal? I think he could not give any counter-reasoning.

Bhagavän: He gave a proverb.

Prabhupäda: Rather, he supported.

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So use this. This is one of the business. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. We don't stop trade. We don't stop food, producing food grains. But we want to stop these killing houses. It is very, very sinful. Therefore in Europe, so many wars. Every ten years, fifteen years, there is a big war and wholesale slaughter of the whole human kind. And these rascals, they do not see it. The reaction must be there. 

You are killing innocent cows and animals. 

Nature will take revenge. Wait for that.

As soon as the time is ripe, nature will gather all these rascals, 

and club, slaughter them. 

Finished.
They will fight amongst themselves, Protestant and Catholic, Russian and France, and France and Germany. This is going on. Why? This is the nature's law. Tit for tat. You have killed. Now you become killed. Amongst yourselves. They are being sent to the slaughterhouse. And here, you'll create slaughterhouse, "Dum! dum!" and killed, be killed. You know. You showed me?

Bhagavän: Yeah, French guillotine.

Prabhupäda: You see. As soon as there is bell, the Roman Catholics began to kill the Protestants. So this is nature's law. You don't require to be sent to the slaughterhouse. You'll make your slaughterhouse at home. You'll kill your own child. Abortion. This is nature's law. What are these children being killed? They are these meat-eaters. They enjoyed. Now they are being killed by the mother. They do not know how nature is working. You must be killed. If you kill, you must be killed. That I've discussed in this now Caitanya-caritämåta. Where is Nitäi?

Bhagavän: They kill the cow, which is a mother, and then sometimes they get, when their mother kills them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The mother becomes child and child becomes mother. That's all. Have you got transcription of the vyädha story?

Nitäi: The...?

Prabhupäda: Vyädha. The hunter, hunter story, recited by Caitanya Mahäprabhu?
Nitäi: Which...?

Prabhupäda: This twenty-fourth chapter, Madhya-lélä.

Nitäi: No, I don't think it's typed yet.

Prabhupäda: What you have typed? Bring. That is Närada's instruction, how by killing, one becomes killed. That is there.

Yogeçvara: Oh, Mågäri, the hunter.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you... Mäm... This meaning, the flesh, is Sanskrit word is mäàsa. Mäm. Mäm means "me." And sa means "he." "I am killing this animal. I am eating. And he'll kill me and eat." This word is reminding that "You are killing this animal, and eating. So this animal will kill you and eat you." This is the meaning of mäà sa. Mäà sa khädati iti mäàsa. "He'll be given the opportunity to kill you." And when the animal is sacrificed before the goddess Kälé, this mantra is cited to the ear of the animal that "You are giving your life before goddess Kälé. So next life you are getting the chance of human being." So he's promoted. Because he is being killed before the deity, goddess Kälé, so he is elevated, and he's given the chance that "This man will become animal, and you'll kill him." So after understanding this mantra, who will be ready to kill another animal? This is the mantra. While sacrificing an animal, this is the mantra. The priest will say in the ear that "You, Mr. Goat, you are being killed before this goddess of Kälé. So your benediction is that you have to undergo so many lives before coming to the human form of life, but because you are sacrificing, as a reward for this, you get immediately human life." So he's not loser. "And this man who is killing you, he'll become a goat like you, and you have the right to kill him." This is mantra.

Yogeçvara: Mäà sa.

Prabhupäda: Mäà sa. Mäà sa khädati iti mäàsa.

Nitäi: That story begins on verse 220, and I only have up to 121 here. This is the most recent tape. She's probably typing it... She'll type it today or tomorrow.

Prabhupäda: There these things are discussed.           

Yogeçvara: The story of Mågäri and...?

Prabhupäda: In connection with that, I have discussed the animal killing. So all these meat-eaters, they are responsible for killing the innocent cows.
Bhagavän: Many people today are discussing this topic of reincarnation, but they don't understand the significance of the effects...

Prabhupäda: How they'll understand, all dull-headed fools, rascals? 

Dressed like gentlemen, that's all.
Tävat ca çobhate mürkho yävat kiïcin na bhäñate. A rascal fool is decorated so long, as long he does not speak. As long he'll speak, his nature will be revealed, what is he. This gentleman therefore did not stay long to expose himself. (laughter)

Bhagavän: That's intelligent...

Prabhupäda: No, we have to make this propaganda because we are servant of Kåñëa. 

And Kåñëa orders, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam [Bg. 18.44]. 

So we must take to agricultural work to produce food

and give protection to the cows.

And if there is excess product, we trade.

This simple thing we must do.
Therefore I'm anxious to take outside Paris this center. Our people should live there peacefully, produce food grains, give protection to the cows, and work hard…

Whenever there is some crash, either railway or the airplane, it should be noted that all those passengers are destined to die by the will of God, and they come together and destroy.

Morning Walk                            June 12, 1974, Paris

Paramahaàsa: If the material creation is created by Kåñëa, then man cannot destroy it although they are thinking that if they have a nuclear war, then they will destroy the earth.

Prabhupäda: What they will destroy?

Paramahaàsa: They're thinking the earth will just blow up with all the atomic bombs.

Prabhupäda: That means this earth will be finished?                        

Paramahaàsa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: They're expecting that?                                                 

Paramahaàsa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: The earth will be finished?

Bhagavän: They think it's within their power.                                    

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bhagavän: It's within their power.

Prabhupäda: Within their power, so many things they're imagining. That is not possible. He can make a big hole only. That's all. Then where he'll stand? Suppose he finishes the earth. Then he is also finished. Then what is the credit? If you suicide, if you cut your own throat, is that very good credit? Then what is the credit? Suppose he has manufactured something that the earth will be finished. Then he'll be also finished. So what is God's loss? There are millions of earth-like planets floating in the sky. So one is lost. What is God's loss? It is your loss, that you are finished. Is that very good invention, to finish yourself? You are being finished. And now you have invented instrument to be finished. So you'll be finished. Wait for that. Why you are anxious to invent something to finish yourself? Is that very good intelligence? You'll be finished. That's a fact. So why you have invented machine to finish yourself quickly and you want to take credit? That means he proves he's a nonsense. He's a nonsense.

Paramahaàsa: If God is all-good, why does He permit so many wars to go on?

Prabhupäda: Because you want to be finished. You create war to be finished. God does not create. Just like you have created this weapon. In the name of finishing your enemy, you'll be finished, also. Is that very 

good credit? And God has created like that? You have created. Why don't you understand this?

Yogeçvara: Well, why has God permitted me to do such a horrible thing?

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is your little independence. God does not want to touch any... By your independence, go to hell or go to heaven. That's your choice. God says that "Don't use your independence by malpractice." Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm... [Bg. 18.66]. God, that is God's statement. "You surrender to Me. I'll guide you." But if you misuse your independence, that's your business. You go to hell or heaven. That's your business. (pause)

Paramahaàsa: People are believing that at the end of life, there's just death. So why worry about anything else? Therefore we should just enjoy right now.

Prabhupäda: That is the difference between you and animal. The animal is in the slaughterhouse. He's not worried. But why you are worried. Suppose if you are brought in the slaughterhouse, and if you know that you'll be slaughtered, are you not worried? An animal is not worried. He's eating grass. That's all. So that is the difference between animal and man. If you are not worried, then you are animal. That's all.

Bhagavän: You once said that human life is pessimistic.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Dissatisfaction. If you are not worried, that means you are animal. You are not human being.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Is that like Prahläda Mahäräja's prayer when he saw Lord Nåsiàhadeva and he said, "I am not afraid of Your ferocious form, but I am afraid of this material world of saàsära."

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. He has given nice reference. A devotee, although sees God in His lion feature, and very ferocious, he knows He is God. "He's my Lord." But this so-called advancement of material civilization is the greatest enemy. That is not... Material civilization is very, very backward position. Mäyä-mohita. He'll be captivated by the so-called stones and bricks, and he'll forget God. That is the disease of the western world. They are very much fond of these stones and bricks, and therefore they have no knowledge about God. This electricity, the electrons, the radio, this, everything machine and stones. They have got, forgotten God. Jaòa-vidyä jato mäyära vaibhava. The more you materially advance, you forget God. So human life is meant for reviving our relationship with God, but if you forget God, then what kind of civilization it is? You are forgetting your real business.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Some people use the argument, Çréla Prabhupäda, that by this advancement of technology, it will free us to think of philosophical.

Prabhupäda: They will free us. They will free us. Oh, that will never come. That will never come. Therefore they are called bahir-artha-mäninaù. They are captivated by the external feature, and one who is leading them, he's also blind, and one who is following, he's also blind. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm uru-dämni baddhäù [SB 7.5.31]. They do not know that material laws are so strong that they are not free to do anything.

Puñöa-kåñëa: They are thinking that the technology will free them.

Prabhupäda: Eh? No. No.                                             

Puñöa-kåñëa: The technology cannot...?

Prabhupäda: It will bind them.                                  

Bhagavän: It simply creates newer problems.

Prabhupäda: That's all.

Paramahaàsa: Some people glorify suffering in the material world because they say this increases their sense of appreciating the momentary happiness they have.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is good. (laughter) That is good, yes. "Blessings of adversity." That is blessing.

Yogeçvara: Blessings of...?

Prabhupäda: Adversity. Yes. Therefore, according to Vedic system, big, big king, they give up their kingdom and becomes a sannyäsé, mendicant, voluntary acceptance of adversity. This is good. To live very comfortably and forget God is not good business.

Devotee: How can a devotee be free from being attracted to this worldliness?

Prabhupäda: When he's attracted by Kåñëa, he'll forget. Just like we are more or less not attracted by these material features because we have little attraction for Kåñëa. That's all. So increase your attraction for Kåñëa; you'll forget all nonsense. Bhaktiù pareçänubhavo viraktir anyatra syät [SB 11.2.42]. The bhakti means more realization of God and forgetting this, all this nonsense. That is bhakti. That is the test of bhakti: how much you have become disinterested with this material advancement. That is bhakti, advancement of bhakti. And the... Caitanya Mahäprabhu therefore says, niñkiïcanasya. At last, when you'll feel that "Now I am dispossessed of all this material nonsense," then you make progress. And so long you'll feel "I have got this, I have got that, I am in possession of this, I...," that means your material disease is continuing. When you'll feel that "I do not have anything material," that is the beginning of Bhägavata-dharma.

Devotee: Prabhupäda, what is the devotee's greatest enemy? A devotee's greatest enemy?

Prabhupäda: He, he himself. Because he's a rascal, he's his greatest enemy. So just get out of this rascaldom, and you become your friend. 

Nobody is enemy. You are yourself your enemy. 

Nobody is enemy.

Morning Walk                          June 17, 1974, Germany

Prabhupäda: That's all. [break] ...samudvigna, always full of anxiety. Sadä samudvigna-dhiyäm. Intelligence is always absorbed: "Enemy may not come. Let me discover this, discover this atom bomb. This will save me. This will save me." This is their position. Sadä samudvigna-dhiyäm asad-grahät [SB 7.5.5]. 

Why this anxiety? Because they have accepted something false as truth. Asad-grahät. They have accepted sense gratification is the truth. Indriyäëi paräëy ähuù. Indriyäëi means senses. Parä, supreme. This is supreme. And then, if somebody is little advanced, indriyebhyaù paraà manaù. Then the mental speculators, psychologists, philosophers, another, better class of rascals... This is the third-class rascal, and they are second-class rascal. Indriyäëi paräëy ähur indriyebhyaù paraà manaù, manasas tu parä buddhiù [Bg. 3.42]. Then the intelligent class. They consider, "What is this nonsense? They are all suffering here." In this way, one who becomes actually intelligent, wise, then he understands, "Kåñëa is everything." Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. So that highest position we are giving by Kåñëa consciousness. We are not training them to be first-class fools, second-class fools, third-class... No. First-class intelligent. Kåñëa yei bhaje sei baòa catura. Without being first-class, intelligent man, nobody can take to Kåñëa consciousness [break] ...drink everything. And why they fight? What is the cause? Suppose father gives all necessities of life to the children. Why they should fight? Simply ignorance and foolishness. That's all. Where is the cause of fighting? Just like Päëòavas, to settle up their misunderstanding, Kåñëa said, "All right, they are kñatriyas, They cannot take up the occupation of vaiçya or çüdra. Give them five villages so that they'll be happy. They'll rule over, each one on the village." "No, Sir. Not a piece of land holding the tip of the needle can be spared without fighting." This is the world. The German, German war, First World War, what was the cause? The cause was that the Britishers will not allow the Germans to trade all over the world. They captured everything. And they'll purchase from Germany goods and cheat people...,

Haàsadüta: And sell...

Prabhupäda: ..."Made in London," and sell it fifteen times higher than the Germans. This was their business. And that was the cause of... Is it not? Those who have studied history... This is the cause. So all this nonsense thing can be solved if we take it: "This is Kåñëa's property." And if you know something, you are manufac..., that's all right. You do it. I do something else. Or even if I do it, where is the cause of fighting? Because they do not know what is Kåñëa. (end)

Room Conversation with Devotees                             July 2, 1974, Melbourne

Prabhupäda: This industry is horrible work. Simply by tilling your ground you get food grains, and keep some cows, you get milk—your economic problem is solved. Why such big, big industries? Ugra-karma… 

Cäru: kämam äçritya duñpüraà dambha-mäna-madänvitäù mohäd gåhétväsad-grähän pravartante 'çuci-vratäù

 "The demoniac, taking shelter of insatiable lust, pride and false prestige, and being thus illusioned, are always sworn to unclean work, attracted by the impermanent."

Prabhupäda: The big two wars of the world happened only on account of this industry. Do you know that? The cause is the big, big industry. Germany industrial, they produce goods. They must have market. But when they go to sell, there is no market. Britishers will not allow to sell them. The Britisher will take, purchase from them, and stamp it "Made in England" and sell it. And this is the cause of two big war. Therefore German declare twice war. Disaster. Therefore it is said, jagata ahitäya. Then? Go on….()

Cäru: " 'So much is mine now and it will increase in the future, more and more. He is my enemy, and I have killed him; and my other enemy will also be killed. I am the lord of everything, I am the enjoyer, I am perfect, powerful and happy. I am the richest man, surrounded by aristocratic relatives. 

There is none so powerful and happy as I am. I shall perform sacrifices, I shall give some charity, and thus I shall rejoice.' In this way, such persons are deluded by ignorance."

Prabhupäda: Just like Hitler, Napoleon. They thought like that. Yes. Then? Next verse?

Cäru: Aneka-citta-vibhräntä moha-jäla samävåtäù...

Prabhupäda: Now where is Hitler? Where is Napoleon? Finished. Then?

Prabhupäda: I think you missed that verse, jagato ahitäya. Anyway, these are the description of demonic activities. So this is practical. The last two disastrous war was waged only for this industry. This is the cause. German, they are actually in Europe very intelligent and their machine products and other things, they make very nice things. At least, I have got experience, German chemicals are first-class chemical. So they manufacture and British occupied the half of the world in their colonization, whole Africa, and they controlled India and China, Japan, yes, China, Burma, Ceylon, Australia. So these poor people, they manufactured. They have got goods enough; where to sell? As soon as they go to the British territories, "No, you cannot sell. If you want to sell, then hundred percent duty." So price increase. This was the grudge. Everyone knows. This is the cause of two wars. The jagato ahita. Now, why so much? You require a scissor? Go to a blacksmith and pay something. He'll make a scissor. "No. Produce millions of scissor." Then where is market, sir? This is going on. Produce millions of TV machine. Simple they are used for wasting time. One or two or five made for some important business. Now they are producing millions of sets. They must sell. And people are induced to purchase. And as soon as they purchase, they simply see television. Idol worship. And learning vicious things. Some unnecessary picture is produced there. They like to see it. Two train are coming and they are smashed. (laughs) I have seen some television. People are learning how to smash, how to steal, how to harass people. Things are being shown like that. Not that "You are soul. You are spirit soul. If you degrade yourself, you then get this." You make that television, that how transmigration of the soul is taking place. They have manufactured the machine, so utilize for your propaganda. We have got to do so many things. We can utilize everything. So if they are not used for Kåñëa's purpose they'll be used for committing disaster in the world. Just like the atomic bomb. They are meant for creating disaster, that's all. What else they can do? And now everyone is having atomic weapon, just like India has now got. That means they are preparing, by nature's course they are preparing for war, and "I put my atomic bomb on your head, and you put on my head. You die, I die, that's all." They simply die. Now what was the result of the disastrous war twice? The whole European nations ruined. They are not no more rich. I saw in Paris, in Germany. They are not as rich as the Americans. Because American inland, there was no such big war, so their opulence is existing, but on account of these two wars, British completely finished. Yes. British completely. It is now... Hitler wanted that "I shall again make these English people a fisherman's island. They have to take their business to fishing only." (laughter) That was Hitler's declaration…

Anyway, our time should be saved for self-realization.

That is perfect civilization.

And not for creating unnecessary necessity of life.

That will increase problem.

Prabhupäda: That is a fact. But this higher class and lower class will continue to exist. Even it is existing in communistic countries. That cannot..., you cannot stop in this material world. The tendency is that everyone is thinking that he shall be the best enjoyer, best enjoyer. So this is called struggle for existence. Naturally, this higher class and lower class will remain. You cannot stop it. Even in communistic country, this Khrushchev was driven away. He was taking all advantages for his family, for himself. As soon as he got the post, he misused it. He gave his son-in-law very big post, his family members. That was detected, and he was charged that "You are using your influence, nepotism." Therefore, he was driven away. 

So this natural tendency, as soon as one gets power, he will try to utilize it. 

This psychology you cannot stop in the material world. That is not possible. 

That sacrificing spirit, that "My life is dedicated to Kåñëa," then it is possible. 

Otherwise, as soon as one will get some position and power, he will try to utilize it for his personal benefit. How you can stop it? It is like if you try to make the lion nonviolent. Is it possible? Why lion? Even an ant is violent. Even an ant it is violent. As soon as it gets opportunity, it will bite you. So this tendency of artificial supremacy means material life. That is material life. So how you can stop it? That separation is going on. You see in the spiritual life also. My Godbrothers, they are trying to suppress me. They are writing articles that in foreign countries these things..., Ratha-yäträ is going on, so many temples have been, but they will never mention my name. They have suppressed. They want to... They write articles in such a way that Bon Mahäräja has done so much and they have done so much, and my name is not mentioned. This spirit, "Oh, this man is going so high." Therefore, Bhägavata says nirmatsaräëäm. You know the meaning of nirmatsaräëäm?                              

Devotee (1): "Without envy"?

Prabhupäda: Yes. The whole world is envious, whole world. I am envious of you, you are envious of me. That Bhägavata is not meant for such envious persons. Paramo nirmatsaräëäm [SB 1.1.2], those who are no more envious. How they will have a devotee envious? He loves Kåñëa and in relationship with Kåñëa loves everyone. In that position, in that state, one will not try to suppress another. Otherwise, it is material life. To live at the cost of others, to suppress one, to take other's money and become rich. There is story in the Aesop's Fable that—you perhaps know it—that a dog took the flesh in his mouth and was crossing a river, and the shadow was in the water. So he thought there is another dog with the flesh, so he wanted to..., he lost this, and that was a shadow. So he has got a flesh in his mouth, but he is an animal, it was deluded that "Another dog is carrying, so I shall take." So even in the cats and dogs, this tendency is there. Even the cats and dogs, they are also. So how can you stop it? That will be not stopped. They do not know. Therefore, these theories, they are simply theories; they are not practical. They do not know what is the nature, how nature is working.

This material nature can be avoided only by one who is Kåñëa conscious. Otherwise, it is not possible. That example is given by Rämänanda Räya. He is touching naked woman, washing, dressing, touching, because he is not in the material world. That is the example given by Caitanya Mahäprabhu. In the material world, as soon as you think of woman, you will be (indistinct). In the spiritual world, you can touch even a naked, beautiful, young woman but you will be (indistinct). That is the difference. Håd-rogaù kämam.

Acireëa dhéraù. So advanced spiritual life means he becomes dhéra. He is no more disturbed by these material laws, and he becomes free of all lusty desires. This is spiritual perfection. So long you have got lusty desires, any position immediately you will try to same way snatch (indistinct). Never satisfied. Håd-rogaù kämam, that is the heart disease. It has been described as heart disease. Lusty desire within the heart. Just like one who has got heart disease, he succumbs to that disease, similarly, all these living entities they have succumbed—what is called, succumb?—by lusty desires. By spiritual advancement means that heart disease is cured. Then you will be... Then there is no more envious that "I shall become superior. I shall become Kåñëa. I shall become God." These are different symptoms of the same material disease. Somebody is thinking "I shall become minister," somebody is thinking "I shall become leader," somebody is thinking "I shall become millionaire," and at last, "I shall become God." So even the so-called religionist, that heart disease is there. Bhukti-mukti-siddhi kämé. Bhukti means ordinary karmés want to enjoy in this material world. And mukti, they also want "I shall become God, I shall become one with God." That means "I shall become God." One with God means I'll become. Bhukti-mukti and siddhi. The yogis, they want to show some magic power and gain. Just like this rascal is doing, (indistinct) Baba. He has some yogic siddhi, so he has some (indistinct). Otherwise what is the attraction? He is a most wretched man, always he's smoking, and he sleeps too long, no regulation of life. But people are attracted because they have been captivated that "If I pay him one lakh, I shall get two lakhs." This is the propaganda. It is a..., what is called, gambling. You put one rupee, and if you are successful you will get four rupees. Siddhi. Because material world, they think "If I get more money, then it is perfection." Everywhere, the whole world is thinking-nationwise, individual—how to become. You will find in Europe the same propensity. Napoleon is trying to make Paris the most opulent city in Europe. Or Englishmen, Gladstone and others, they are trying to make England, London, most opulent city in the world. Similarly, czar was very accomplished. (indistinct) it is burst out into war. So we see the propensity. In Paris, the Place Concorde, so many beautiful buildings are there for museum, how they have conquered. In Rome, how they have conquered over Egypt, that pyramid they have brought. You have been in Rome?                                   

Devotee (2): Yes.

Prabhupäda: You have seen?                                    

Devotee (2): They have a pyramid?

Prabhupäda: Yes, they have brought.

Devotee (1): It's a long obelisk that are there, brought from Egypt.

Prabhupäda: And in the British Museum you will find so many things plundered from here, plundered from here. In the Rome, they are also maintaining such museums, and Paris I saw. This is their competition—wholesale plundering, wholesale plundering.

Devotee (2): They take it... (break)

Prabhupäda: We take that it is a competition of the thieves. All rascals. That's not the civilization. And Mahäbhärata history also we find so many demons. Just like..., what is called, that asura, he simply plundered all the beautiful princesses.

Devotee (2): Bhaumäsura?

Prabhupäda: Bhaumäsura, something like that. They all of them became Kåñëa's wife. They prayed to Kåñëa to be rescued from the hands of... Then Kåñëa rescued them, killed that Bhaumäsura, and excused them, then they were set free. Then their plea that "We are set free, that's all right, but we cannot go home because we were kidnapped. So we shall not be married. Nobody will accept us." "Then what do you want?" "You become our husband." "All right." Kåñëa becomes (indistinct). This is going on. Somebody is thinking of money, somebody is thinking of woman. These two things, money and woman, and whole struggle (indistinct). The Musselman nawabs, they used to keep... That one nawab, they have got his quarters in Lucknow, he had 160 wives. Even in recent, you know this (name withheld)? His elder brother, (name withheld), practically he is the origin of the (name withheld) concern. So I was a guest of the (indistinct). So he has got three wives—one Bengali wife, one (indistinct) wife, and his original wife being Jain. He had three, four wives. And each wife's establishment, ten thousand rupees per month. So he is earning money and he is spending it. Earning money by black market, this way, that way, and his whole day's business is that go to some wife's house, remain there for some hours, then next wife, remain there for some hours, and he thinks, "I am a king." Still he is living. He is of my age, old man. And each wife has got dozens of children. They're not his.

Devotee (2): He cannot keep them satisfied.

Prabhupäda: How it is possible? He's an old man and the wives are young. But they have got dozens of children, and he is trying to give each child five lakhs of rupees. That is to keep the wife. Everyone is trying that. Natural affection, beget children as many as you like, and then bring money and give them. That is (indistinct). This is that heart disease. How you can stop it? The rascals, they do not know it cannot be done. The lower class, still they are maintaining. 

Manager class, the worker class.

That is going on.

That higher and lower level must continue in the material world.

You cannot stop it.

Individually, nationally, communally.

Devotee (1): They have simply taken the sides of the low class against the upper class.

Prabhupäda: That is a sympathy. But you cannot change it. That is not possible. It is very good sympathy.

Devotee (1): This poet, in her poetry, her business was to try to create that sentiment.

Prabhupäda: (Sanskrit) He is not poet. Poet means he must have full knowledge. Then if he writes poetry, that will be beneficial. The rascal's poetry, just like in your country, one line, three lines, one line. This is rascaldom; it is not poetry. (aside:) You should not show your feet before the Deity. That is possible only in Kåñëa consciousness. We teach our men to address his fellow man as prabhu: "You are master, I am servant." In the material world, everyone is trying to become master; nobody is trying to become servant. And we are teaching that you try to become servant. Just the opposite. Nobody will agree. Therefore, they say the Vaiñëava religion is slave mentality. They say. They do not know that it is success of life to become slave of Kåñëa. They do not know. Who has become happy trying to become master? (indistinct)

Devotee (2): They'll all be cheated.

Prabhupäda: No, not a single person. Actually he remains slave, artificially he thinks that "I am master." Just like Nixon was thinking. He was actually slave of the nation, but he was thinking, "I am master." When he was pressed too much, he had to admit, "Yes, I am your slave." He was pressed. Rather, oppressed. Nobody is thinking. Idam adya mayä labdham imaà präpsye punar dhanam. Everyone is thinking, "I have got now so much money (indistinct) ...lot of money, so who is better than me?" (indistinct) She has become poet. Nonsense number one, and she is poet. Does not know the human psychology or animal psychology. The human psychology, animal psychology, that you have seen on the road, the sex. The animal does not require any education. The animal knows how to use sex; the man knows how to use sex. Where is the difference? Simply she is animal, she does the sex intercourse in a public street, animal (indistinct) an apartment, very nice apartment (indistinct). It is (indistinct), either you are dog or a human being, the fact is. He also sleeps. He sleeps on the street anywhere, and we sleep in a nice apartment. He also eats, and the human being also eats. He eats the stool and we eat very nice, palatable foodstuff. That sleeping propensity is there, sex life is there, and he is also afraid of enemies. Where is the difference? Difference is that dog cannot be taught Kåñëa consciousness but a man can be taught. That is the difference. So if man does not take advantage of this human life, how to become Kåñëa conscious, then he is no better than a dog. He has no (indistinct)

Devotee (1): So her poetry is just like the braying of the ass.             

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee (1): Her poetry was just like the braying of the ass.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Thinking, simply imagining that they shall be happy in this way. And accusing others. You cannot become happy in that way, that he will accuse, "He is the cause. He is the impediment of my perfect happiness." Envious, the same enviousness.

Devotee (2): Therefore, let me eliminate you.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Same enviousness. Nirmatsarata(?). Yayä sammohito jéva.

bhakti-yogena manasi samyak praëihite 'male apaçyat puruñaà pürëaà mäyäà ca tad-apäçrayam  [SB 1.7.4]

Yayä sammohito jéva. Vyäsadeva, by bhakti-yoga, he saw two things: the Supreme Personality of Godhead and the mäyä on the back side. Which mäyä? Mäyä... Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, has many mäyä features. Yayä sammohito jéva. That mäyä by whom the whole material world and living entities are captivated. Yayä sammohito jéva, ätmänaà tri-guëätmakam [SB 1.7.5]. And being captivated by this maya, although he is pure spirit soul, he is thinking, "I am material. I am this body." Ätmänaà tri-guëätmakam, manute, tat-kåtaà cäbhipadyate. In this way he thinks, and influenced by mäyä he acts. This is the position he saw.

So this is called anartha, a position which is false. Anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje [SB 1.7.6]. In order to deliver him from this illusory position, anartha upaçamaà bhakti-yoga. Bhakti-yogam adhokñaje lokasya ajänataù. The whole world does not know it. Vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm. Therefore, Vyäsadeva, the most learned, he compiled this Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje. These things are there in the Bhägavata. Same process. Vyäsadeva did for the benefit of the whole world, the Gosvämés did for the benefit of the whole world, and we are also trying to do the same thing.

We are pushing this Kåñëa consciousness movement for the benefit of the whole world, not that for our individual person. Vaiñëava, whatever he does, he does for the whole world, not for his person. Bhukti-mukti-siddhi-kämé, they do for their own person. Karmés, jïänés, yogis, for their personal benefit. That is also materialism. Vaiñëavism, lokänäà hita-käriëau tri-bhuvane mänyau. Therefore, honored all over the three worlds, their activities and their person. Tri-bhuvane mänyau çaraëyäkarau. Therefore, they should be taken shelter of. Vande rüpa-sanätanau raghu-yugau çré-jéva-gopälakau. Narottama däsa Öhäkura confirmed, ei chaya gosäïi yära, tära mui däsa, "One who has taken shelter of the six Gosvämés, I am his servant, nobody's servant." ei chaya gosäïi yära, tära mui däsa,

täì' sabära pada-reëu mora païca-gräsa "I want to only eat the dust of the (indistinct)."

täìdera caraëa sevi bhakta-sane väsa janame janame haya, ei abhiläña

Everything is there; simply we have to learn how to utilize it. Our Acyutänanda Swami has written that introduction, he's realizing (indistinct). This Kåñëa consciousness means the life of realization, self-realization, what I am. As Sanätana Gosvämé presented himself (indistinct), "What I am?" (break)

But if you remain diseased, then just like I have got this disease, no appetite. First-class things are being made—nothing is giving me any taste. Disease is there. Therefore, if you want to taste what is God, then you first of all try to cure your disease. Our disease, material disease is the lusty desire. Lusty desire is so strong that you will find it is existing amongst the so-called religionists performing religious rituals. But the same disease is there, that "If I execute the rituals, then I shall be promoted to the heavenly kingdom (indistinct)." Similarly, the so-called monist philosophers, meditation, this, that, the disease is there: "I shall become God." Similarly, the yogis, they can perform so many gymnastics, but the disease is there. The disease is cured when he is a devotee of Kåñëa. Kåñëa-bhakta niñkäma, ataeva 'çänta' [Cc. Madhya 19.149]. By kåñëa-bhakti, you cure the disease. Håd-rogaù kämam apahinoty acireëa dhéraù. This is the only... Unless you have cured your material disease, you have to remain in this material world in any form and fulfill your material desire. The ant is also trying and Lord Brahmä is also trying. Håd-rogam. (break) He cannot sit down peacefully. At any moment, (indistinct).  Padaà padaà vipadäm. The material world means in every step there is danger. Every step. However you step... (end)

Room Conversation with Reporter         March 9, 1975, London 

Reporter: Do you foresee a time coming when people will realize...

Prabhupäda: It has already come, disaster.

Reporter: No, I mean a time coming when disaster is averted and people realize...

Prabhupäda: No, unless you take the real instruction, how you can stop disaster? You must agree to take the real instruction. If you don't agree, then you suffer. That is your business. But the remedy is there.
The instruction is there. Just like Bhagavad-gétä says, 

"Produce food grain." The remedy is there.

But you will not produce food grain; you will produce motorcar. Then you must suffer.

Reporter: But do you foresee a time when many people will receive that remedy?

Prabhupäda: That I do not know, but the remedy is there. If you like, you can take it. If a man is suffering from some disease, the remedy is there, the physician is there, but if he does not take advantage, then that is his business. What can be done? This is very nice... Every Bhägavata, every line is so important.

Prabhupäda: And the Russians are ready here already, I have heard, with soldiers and... Not soldiers. I mean to say.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are also vigilant.

Viñëujana: Will that help our preaching, Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Preaching will be very nice after the war when both of them, especially Russia, will be finished.

Rüpänuga: They want to make India the battleground?

Paramahaàsa: Also, Prabhupäda, Atreya Åñi said that the Arabs are preparing for the war. They're buying billions and billions of dollars worth of missiles and jets and tanks from America.

Prabhupäda: Yes, so they are being prepared. War will soon start.
Viñëujana: The Arab men all go to America to be trained in the armed forces there.       Prabhupäda: Hm?

Viñëujana: In all the armed forces centers in America, they train the Arab nations to fight.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Viñëujana: They let the young men come into the U.S.A. to learn how to use the missiles and everything.

Païcadraviòa: Recently, this Bhutto of Pakistan, he was very happy because they were talking about lifting a ten-year holding on arms from the United States, and now, they say, Pakistan will soon get arms from America.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are getting. They are already getting. The Pakistan will start the war with India. And then everything will be...

Devotees: Oh! Whew!

Devotee: Pakistan will start a war... (devotees talking among themselves.)

Païcadraviòa: They have started the war maybe eight times.

Prabhupäda: (Aside:) Hmm? No, we can go.

Païcadraviòa: What will the devotees do while the war is going on?

Prabhupäda: Chant Hare Kåñëa.

Devotees: Jaya! (laughter)

Prabhupäda: You have got only business.

Païcadraviòa: Will we stay in the cities or will...?

Prabhupäda: We can stay anywhere. We have got our Mäyäpur, Våndävana. But the danger is the government will say that "All Americans go away." That is the danger. I am thinking of that position. What shall I do at that time?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Take Indian citizenship?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Indian citizenship?

Prabhupäda: If you take, it is very nice. Then they will ask you to go to war. (laughter)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Will this war spread to many different countries and continents?

Prabhupäda: The actual war will be between America and Russia.

Rüpänuga: What about British devotees, British citizens? Would the British be asked to leave, British citizens? Commonwealth citizens?

Prabhupäda: Britishers are now finished. They have no importance.

Païcadraviòa: He means if British devotees came to India, would they be asked to leave.

Prabhupäda: No, no, I mean to say... I am speaking of politics. Devotees are the same... Oh, British citizens...? They may...

Rüpänuga: You say the Americans might have to leave. What about the British?

Prabhupäda: But they, generally, during wartime...

Viñëujana: Everyone.

Prabhupäda: ...they ask all foreigners.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, I see.

Jayapatäka: During the last war, the Christian Mission of Krishnanagar, they had many Italian priests also, but the government gave them permission to stay, although India was at war with Italians.

Prabhupäda: In the missionary consideration, they can do that.

Jayädvaita: What will be the position with the Chinese if the Russians and Americans fight?

Prabhupäda: Well I am not a politician. (laughter) China does not war, not want war. They want to...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Develop.

Prabhupäda: Construct.

Rüpänuga: They're not ready.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are not very much interested in war.

Paramahaàsa: Çréla Prabhupäda, you said that this war will destroy the demonic civilization.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Paramahaàsa: Does that mean that it'll destroy all the cities and all the industries?

Prabhupäda: 

War means destruction of all cities.

That is natural.

You have got experience in Europe so many times.

Haàsadüta: Cities and industries. 

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Haàsadüta: Cities and industries.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the main target.

Haàsadüta: Nobody's interested in a farm. [break]

Jayädvaita: ...endeavor, pure devotees are automatically expert in politics, economics, everything.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Prabhupäda: That is the second line. First line?

Prabhupäda: Vakñyämy... Yes, that is the verse. Yaj jïätvä anyaj jïätavyam na avaçiñyate. Kåñëa consciousness is such a great science that if one becomes expert, then he knows everything.

Haàsadüta: So Prabhupäda, is there something we should do to prepare ourselves for this disaster?

Prabhupäda: What?

Haàsadüta: This coming war.

Prabhupäda: You should simply prepare for chanting Hare Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Prabhupäda: You have come to this world of darkness, and Kåñëa is trying to raise you again to the light. That is the fact. You have willingly come to this nonsense place. Kåñëa is so kind that He comes Himself and tries to again get you out, deliver from this nonsense thing. This is real position.

Tripuräri: They say that "God has put us here, but He's given us intelligence, so we're to figure it out ourselves."              

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Tripuräri: That "God has put us here, and He's given us intelligence, so we're to figure it out ourselves."

Prabhupäda: So therefore, you take intelligence from God, you rascal. Why do you keep yourself in darkness?

Tripuräri: Well, they say that "God has given us the intelligence to figure it out on our own."

Prabhupäda: That is intelligence—you surrender. You are surrendering to mäyä, to your wife, to your dog, to your family, to your house, to your nation. Why not God? You rascal. You are surrendering to so many other things. Why not to God?

Rüpänuga: Just like you told that Russian professor that he is surrendering to Lenin, but we are surrendering to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rüpänuga: But everyone has to surrender.

Prabhupäda: Surrender, this, that is the only way. You cannot become independent. You have to surrender. Who is a man who has not surrendered? At least he finds out a dog and surrenders to him. (laughter) In your country there are so many people living with the dog. So surrender is the only business of you. Jévera 'svarüpa' haya nitya kåñëa däsa [Cc. Madhya 20.108-109]. (pause) …

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually, if there was a war, a large-scale war, I think that our farming projects...

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: I think that the various farm projects that we have would be very good because, as you said, the cities would be bombed, but the farms would not be disturbed.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The farm project... Even some hundreds of years, it was so nice. Even there was war, they would not attack the farmers. Rather, they would ask, "Where the other party has gone?" So they will say: "Oh, we have seen some soldiers going this way." That's all. They were not affected. That was the principle. Farmers were not attacked, just like at the present moment, the law is the civilians are not attacked. The military target is attacked. That is the law. But they do all nonsense. Even at the present moment civilians are not attacked. Just like Kurukñetra Battle. It was taken far away from the civilian inhabitation.

Haàsadüta: Some field.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is civilization. "Why these innocent civilians should be killed? Let us fight, military to military. That's all." That is honest fighting. We have to settle some things by fighting. So fighting may be, I mean to say, limited within the fighters, not with the civilians.

Rämeñvara: In modern warfare it's...

Prabhupäda: Why not? Yes. But they, they are so rascals, they throw bomb anywhere.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Especially atom bomb.

Prabhupäda: But one thing is that because civilians are also responsible for declaring war, because the parliament is the representation of the people...
Puñöa Kåñëa: Karma.

Prabhupäda: Therefore, now the war is between people to people, nation to nation. They support with men and money. So therefore they are also killed by nature's law. [break]

Rämeñvara: Prabhupäda, in the Ädi-lélä, you wrote that the Communist movement is greater than the capitalist movement because there are more çüdras than vaiçyas so that in a war between Communism and capitalism, the Communists would win.

Prabhupäda: Naturally. They are in greater number.

Rämeñvara: But these modern wars are fought with missiles and bombs more than armies.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Formerly, also, there were brahmästra, fire, firearms, brahmästra. [break] ...problems that we are facing, they were also in the past under different name, different form.

Naliné-känta: [break] ...Communists win, that will not stop our preaching?        Prabhupäda: Hm?

Naliné-känta: They do not like to hear of God.

Rämeñvara: You wrote that if the Communists are victorious they would destroy whatever is left of the culture.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Victory for the Communists means the whole human culture is lost.
Ajäta-çatru: Does it mean that they will also attack the Kåñëa consciousness?

Prabhupäda: Yes, they have already begun. They are not passing our temple in Bombay.

Naliné-känta: If after the war the preaching will be still good, that means the Communists will not be victorious.                                                                                              

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Naliné-känta: The Americans will win?

Prabhupäda: Honest people will take to religious way of life. The Communists becoming victorious means they are also ruined. Who is that saintly person, sitting under the tree?       Devotees: Tuñöa-kåñëa Mahäräja.

Prabhupäda: Oh. [break] ...too much danger, you all come and sit down here. Chant Hare Kåñëa. That's all.

Devotees: Jaya. Thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Jayädvaita: Then men will be eager to come join our India project.              

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We can go to Africa also. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Oh, anywhere we can go, so many places, yes.                   

Païcadraviòa: Hong Kong also.

Prabhupäda: Hong Kong? (laughter)                                                 

Puñöa Kåñëa: Bhavänanda Mahäräja can...

Ajäta-çatru: Means then some devotees has to stay in Europe or in America. So...

Prabhupäda: Yes, everything you stay. We have got place like this.

Rüpänuga: Our farms are very nice because economically when everything is in chaos, we can still provide food for our men.

Prabhupäda: Yes.           

Rüpänuga: And milk and butter.

Païcadraviòa: Milk and butter.

Santoña: In America, prabhu. [break]

Rämeñvara: ...that if there is a war between Russia and America, there would be a nuclear war and they would pollute the whole atmosphere with radioactive particles which would kill everyone.

Prabhupäda: It is already polluted.

Rämeñvara: They say that this radioactive fall-out...

Prabhupäda: The whole material world is polluted. Who will live here? A little, say, twenty years before, dying. After all, you have to die, twenty years after or twenty years before. So it is already polluted. That is humbugism. They will die at the end, but still they are trying to live. (kértana in background growing progressively louder as Prabhupäda approaches temple)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Like they're creating their own...

Prabhupäda: This is the difference between man of knowledge and without knowledge. A man of knowledge will think, "After all, I have to die. So what is the difficulty, dying a few days more or before?" That is knowledge. And those who are not in knowledge, they are afraid of death. Best business is before the death comes let us finish our Kåñëa consciousness perfectly. That is wanted. Death will come. You cannot avoid it.

Rämeñvara: They say that this radioactive fallout will pollute the air so that no crops can be grown.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. You shall die without food. Be(cause) after all, the death. In Bengal, it is called: more bhera ghalne (?): "The most misfortunate thing is death." That will come. Therefore the best intelligence is how to avoid death.

Rüpänuga: Become immortal.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is real intelligence, not to be bothered by these trifle temporary things that "I am dying twenty years before. If the situation was better, I would have lived more twenty years." What is this mentality?

Devotee: Back to Godhead. (Prabhupäda enters temple, kértana very loud) (end)

Room Conversation --                    April 4, 1975, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: ...situation. The... Why America is after this Pakistan? This requires little intelligence. The America has no interest either in Pakistan or India, but both of them, being on the border of Russia, it will be convenient for them to fight with the Russians from these places.

Devotee (1): Through Pakistan.

Prabhupäda: Do you follow? You have seen Indian map, eh, Asian map? Have you got any?

Devotee (1): Yes, India and Pakistan are right at the bottom of Russia.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They want this place.

Devotee (1): The Russians.

Prabhupäda: Russ... No. Americans.

Devotee (1): Americans.

Prabhupäda: Americans want this place to fight with the Russians. So if American comes directly in India, that "We want to fight," then India would not agree. Therefore they're keeping with these foolish rascals, Pakistan. And they're insulting. They're... Not insulting. They're naturally enemy of... not to let them... The Vietnam and everything, Korea, all these things. Not to allow the communists to become very powerful. That is American political policy is going on. And the presidents may change, but the national policy cannot be changed. Therefore they want fighting between Pakistan and India. So Russia... Actually that happened. Russia will come to the help of India. That arrangement is already there with Indira Gandhi. Naturally they'll come to help Pakistan. And then between the big two.

Devotee (1): That's why you said this morning that India will suffer more than any other country.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: The last time there was a war between Pakistan and India the American government put their whole fleet and aimed their guns at India.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They wanted to help Pakistan. But when the Russian came, they took time. Otherwise, fighting would have begun at that time.

Devotee (1): So it almost happened one time before.

Prabhupäda: Maybe that Nixon thought: "If some settlement can be done, without fighting..." Therefore he went to Russia.

Devotee (1): Yes.

Prabhupäda: Later on. He went to China also.

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: But they are uncompromising. The communists, they, they are staunch enemy of the capitalist. Their whole philosophy is against God and against capitalism. So if America becomes Kåñëa conscious and fights, they have got strength plus God's blessing. They'll come out victorious. Fight is going on. We cannot stop. But if the American people take to Kåñëa consciousness and fight with the communist, they'll come out victorious. Then the menace of communistic movement will stop. And we want that. We want that these demonic communists should be finished. The Russians, as people, they are not communists. They are not communists. A certain class. Just like in India, a certain class is communist. The mass of people is not communist. They cannot become communist. It is not possible.

Devotee (1): It is not natural for the living being to be communist.

Bhagavän: Atheistic communist.

Prabhupäda: Atheistic communist.

Devotee (1): It's not natural.

Prabhupäda: They, they're not real communists. Real communist we are. Actually see. All people from all parts of the world, professing different religions, different path of life. Still they are joined. This is natural. Kåñëa community.

Devotee (1): So this war... You mentioned a couple of minutes ago that this war almost broke out once before when America aimed all of its weapons at India. So it could happen at any time. It could happen very shortly then.

Prabhupäda: That war was also Russian instigated. This war, last war between Pakistan and India, was practically between India and Pakistan, uh, yes...

Devotee (1): Russia.

Prabhupäda: No. The Bangladesh, they were Bengalis. Although the whole Pakistan, including Bangladesh and the other part, West Pakistan, East Pakistan, Bangladesh... So actually, Bangladesh is bigger than West Pakistan. They should have taken the government, majority. But the West Pakistan, by force they were ruling. They are not majority. So after all, they are Bengalis, maybe Muslim. They're intelligent than these Punjabis. Punjabis, they have got bodily strength, not brain. So these Bengalis, in Mujjhamat Raman, that was his demands, that: "We are majority. Why they should govern us? We should govern over them." This is the movement. So, but they're already in power. So how to throw them out of power? So he negotiated in India, that: "You help us to separate from..." And India's interest is that Pakistan becomes weak by separation, that is India's interest. So India agreed to help them. How to help? They organized a false, er, soldiers. You know? What is called? Bahini. Mean a freedom soldier. They organized freedom soldier. And India consulted Russia. Russia was friendly, that: "We want to help Bangladesh." So they said: "Yes, you help. If there is fight, then we shall help you." This was the... So these bahini, sanan bahini, sandana bahini, or something like that, they organized, "freedom soldiers." The freedom soldier means Indian soldiers. They entered Bangladesh because East Bengal, West Bengal. And they started this freedom soldier. But this is Indian soldier. Pakistan could understand that, that where this Bangladesh will get so nice soldiers? It is Indian soldiers. So when the movement was increasing, then Pakistan was in a very precarious condition. So they wanted American help. The Americans also said: "Yes." So they got American planes, American... to crush down this Bangladesh. And the Bangladesh means Indian soldiers. So later on it was discovered. So Pakistan attacked directly India. That was to go on, increase. But when the Americans were helping, these Pakistani, the Russians also came. So it was going to be a, the same, Third World War, immediately. So Americans considered something, that: "Let us take some time." Therefore the war was stopped. Otherwise it was already started. That policy is going on.

Devotee (1): There's been no change. Just...

Prabhupäda: Therefore Indian government does not like you Americans.

Devotee (1): Indian government. Yes.

Prabhupäda: And they're making propaganda. They're thinking that the Americans, under the dress of religious people, the C.I.A., they have come to disrupt. And this is the position.

Devotee (1): So everything is the same as it was then. It's just the war, the actual fighting has been postponed for some time.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the...

Bhagavän: Do we have any danger that...? I mean we are building such important establishments in India. Do we have any danger...?

Prabhupäda: There is no danger internationally. Suppose... Just like the Buddhists. They have got their all pilgrimages in India. Because Lord Buddha is Indian. He spread Buddhism all over the world. So all the Buddhist relics and pilgrimages are in India. Gaya Pradesh and other, Benares... So India government allow them free, freedom to come here as pilgrimage. So you are now Vaiñëava. Why they should not allow you to come to your pilgrimage in India, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's birthplace? You have adopted Lord Caitanya, Lord Kåñëa's birthplace. Legally, they cannot. They should, rather, make arrangement. But, from political point of view, they're thinking that "These Americans have taken to this religious garb. Actually they are intending something political." That is the general impression. C.I.A. What can be done? Therefore I was stressing this point that you Americans, if you make your country strong, Kåñëa conscious, that will be good for the whole world. Actually you are doing that, but they are misunderstanding, in a different way. They cannot believe that an Indian guru can control so many American young boys on religious prin... Because nobody could do that. Just like all other, Mahesha Yogi and... He, they might have some American followers, but they are not coming here, taking so active part.

Devotee (1): Most of them, if they come here...

Prabhupäda: But they haven't got any philosophy... Eh?

Devotee (1): Most of the followers of Maharishi Mahesh Yogi or these other gurus, if they come to India, it's just to go into the Himalayas and smoke some ganja...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: They are not dramatic like our movement. Our movement is very dramatic and obvious.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: And we're an obvious cultural movement, whereas they are a hobby.

Prabhupäda: Hobby. That they can understand. So on account of this political situation, the government is not very favorable to our movement. But we have to counteract it by our behavior, by our propaganda. It is not difficult if you do it very nicely. We opened this college program, that foreigners should come here, then it will be solved. If it is recognized by the university and you come, you people come as students, then the whole situation will be solved.

Devotee (1): Here in Mäyäpur.Prabhupäda: Hm. (end)


Morning Walk                     May 20, 1975, Melbourne

Devotee (3): Çréla Prabhupäda, there was one song written where the writer said that the reason the Americans won the war was because God is on their side.

Prabhupäda: So, that is the fact. Unless God desired, how they can win? That, we admit that.

Hari-çauri: But now they are again becoming a mouse, the Americans? Now they are losing the favor of God?

Prabhupäda: No, they are right officially: "We trust in God." [break] ...the whole, I think, Americans are fortunate because this saìkértana movement is there. Yes. If they take it more seriously, they will be actually favored nation of the Lord.

Hari-çauri: At the present moment it seems that the Communist movement seems to be taking over more and more countries.

Prabhupäda: They will take because people are becoming godless. That is the defect. People are becoming hippies, godless. This material world is full of miseries because most people are godless. Here... Material world means avoiding God. That is the sum and substance of material world. They are trying to avoid, becoming independent of God. That is their endeavor. The scientist, the philosopher, the politician—everyone is trying that. Therefore they are suffering. Mäyä is there. Just like a criminal, if he says "I don't care for government," the police will take care of. That is certain.

Devotee (4): Çréla Prabhupäda, if someone has inquired about God, but can be so overpowered by mäyä...

Prabhupäda: No, if you are strong, then mäyä will not be able to overpower you. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. Anyone who is fully surrendered to God, mäyä cannot touch him.

Devotee (4): How does one become strong?

Prabhupäda: That we have given. Be strict in following the regulative principle, chant Hare Kåñëa. That's all.

Devotee (4): Just the four regulative principles?

Prabhupäda: Yes, no illicit sex, no... This is the method, and chanting is the process. Then you will remain strong. And if you neglect, then you become weak. To remain strong is not difficult, but we don't want to remain strong. That is our decision. Otherwise it is not difficult. But we don't want to remain strong. We voluntarily become weak. Then mäyä catches, "Come on."

Devotee (2): Is it necessary to see the Deity regularly in order to remain strong?

Prabhupäda: Yes, everything necessary as we have prescribed. If you think that it is not necessary, unnecessary, then you under the mäyä. Why do you take that, "Is it necessary?" That means you are not strong enough. You cannot follow; therefore you say, "Is it necessary?" You are considering. That means you are becoming prey to mäyä. As soon as you ask this, that means you have already fallen a victim of mäyä.

Devotee (1): Kåñëa says "without doubting."       Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: So how to get those people who are immersed in mäyä to become serious? When we go out and we preach our saìkértana movement, how to get...

Prabhupäda: They will become gradually. Not all of a sudden. They are purchasing one book. They will read, and gradually they will be elevated. You go to school, but all of a sudden, you cannot say that "I am M.A." You have to wait. That is called dhairya, utsähäd dhairyät. One should be very enthusiastic, at the same time, patient. If you think that "I am very enthusiastic; still, I am not getting the result," be patient. Niçcayät. Be sure the result will come, but be patient. These are the ways. Utsähäd dhairyät niçcayät tat-tat-karma-pravartanät. You have to follow the regulative principles. Sato våtteù. You should be honest. You are not following, and still, you say "I am devotee." That means you are not honest. Sato våtteù sädhu-saìge, and in the association of devotees. Ñaòbhir bhaktiù prasidhyati. By following these six principles, you advance. This is the Rüpa Gosvämé's instruction.

Devotee (1): Sädhana means accepting discipline.

Prabhupäda: Eh, yes. Do you think that solving the problem of birth, death and old age and disease is very easy task? (chuckles) You have to very, very strongly... Those who do not care, that is another thing. They are under these laws, going on. Life after life, they are changing body, again birth, again death, again in the womb of mother. They do not take it seriously, how risky life is that. They do not take it. "Oh, what is that?" Now, in Kali-yuga, the mother is killing the child. Even within the womb of mother is not safe. This is going on. So they do not take that how this way of life is risky and uncomfortable. They do not take it seriously. To enter again into the womb of mother, how difficult job and troublesome it is, they do not understand it. For want of education.

Hari-çauri: So those persons who do not take even their material predicament seriously, then it is the same when they approach, they see our devotees. They do not take us seriously.

Prabhupäda: No, they are given chance. Even they fall down, they guaranteed best life in the next birth, çucénäà çrématäà gehe [Bg. 6.41], to take birth in devotee's or nice brähmaëa's house. So they get again chance. So our point should be why another chance? Finish this business in this life. That is determination. Why another chance? I may be misled again. That should be our determination. "Finish this business, this life. One life let me be strict in following the discipline and regulative principles." This is called tapasya, that "Although it is inconvenient, I must do it to solve my problems." That is determination, dåòha-vrata, firm determination.

Devotee (5): They have to come to the temple to be trained up?

Prabhupäda: Temple or no temple, you must be firmly determined. You can have God realization under this tree if you have got firm determination. Anywhere you can stay. But temple is the ordinary way, facility. If you are so, I mean to say, elevated, you may not come to temple, but ordinarily, for the neophytes, they must come to the temple. Why he does not come? Does he think that he has become very elevated? That is false. Haridäsa Öhäkura, he was not going to the Jagannätha temple, but Jagannätha was coming to him. So if you are so strong like Haridäsa Öhäkura, that is another thing. But if you falsely think or imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura, then you go to hell. That's all. We should not falsely think that "Now I am advanced and elevated. I can do whatever I like." That is not our...

Part of Room Conversation with Two Lawyers and Guest May 22, 1975, Melbourne

Guest 3: I don't think it's necessary that it fails. I don't... I think things are changing definitely throughout the world. It's a matter of which course they take.

Prabhupäda: No, what changing? They are preparing for war again. Where is changing? A slight provocation, there may be war.

Guest 1: Yes, but people are changing now. You're getting the young people who for the first time in years are becoming aware and are getting interested in things outside their own town, their own individual state or whatever it is they have. You have people, the young people now are getting interested in things like poverty, they're interested in Bangladesh and so on. This is good. But you nonetheless have a very large proportion of the people who have got that idea of, "I'm all right, and I'll look after mine without taking the overall picture into account." And I think that so long as you have different concepts, different beliefs, it's going to be very hard to get into what you're talking about.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is to be united first, that... First thing is that everyone should be convinced or understand clearly that everything belongs to God. But they have no conception of God even. That is the difficulty. The whole human society at the present moment, majority, they are Godless, especially the Communists. They don't acknowledge. The scientist, the philosopher, the scholars—all Godless. Scientists' special business is how to defy God. They say, "Science is everything. We can do everything by science." 

There is no need of God. Huh?

Guest 2: I don't think so any more. They're a lot more enlightened.

Prabhupäda: Not any more?

Guest 2: Well, in some circles, yes I think.

Prabhupäda: That was never any more, but if they are realizing that, that is very good.

Guest 1: But you can't say that scientists are working in a way that is opposite to God's will.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they say. They say, oh yes. I have met many scientists. They say that "We shall solve everything by scientific advancement. We have done already." They say like that.

Guest 1: But just because they...

Prabhupäda: Just like there is a big theory, chemical theory. One big scientist... Big or small, whatever he may be, he has got a Nobel Prize.

Guest 1: He's medium sized. (laughing)

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Guest 1: He's medium sized.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He is making the theory that life has come from chemicals by chemical combination, chemical evolution. Darwin's theory is also of that. This is their... Big, big scientists, they are so fool that life has come from matter. Where is the proof? He was lecturing in California University, and there was one student. He is my disciple. He challenged him that "If you get the chemicals, whether you can manufacture life?" That answer was, "That I cannot say." Why? You are putting this theory, that life has come from chemicals. So science means observation and experiment. Now experimentally prove that the chemicals have produced a life.

Guest 1: They're trying. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: That is another foolishness. When you are trying to be a lawyer or barrister, that does not mean you are barrister. When you are a student of law you cannot say that "I am barrister," or "advocate," that you cannot say. You are trying to be, that is another thing. But while they are trying to be, they are taking the position of leader. That is the misleading. That is described in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù [SB 7.5.31]. "One blind man is trying to lead many other blind men." What is the use of such leading? If the leader is blind, how he will do well to other blind men?

Guest 3: Beethoven was deaf.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Guest 3: Beethoven was deaf.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Madhudviña: Beethoven, the great composer, he was deaf.

Guest 3: At least, for part of his life.

Guest 1: But can't you have people doing good for the sake of goodness?

Prabhupäda: But he does not know what is good.
Guest 1: But there are certain people...

Prabhupäda: Therefore I say blind. He does not know what is good. real goodness is to understand God. That is real goodness.

Guest 1: But there are certain things that you don't..., that are good, that you can accept as being good just by themselves. Now if you see an old lady who gets run over by a car, you go and help her. Now there are certain things that are good by themselves, I think, and that people will react and do the good thing even though they mightn't have any concept of God.

Prabhupäda: No. Unless you have got the real platform 

how you can do good?
Just like our Madhudviña Mahäräja was obliged to you. You have done some good in legal affairs. But unless you are a lawyer, legal man, how can you do it? You have a mind to do good, but if you are not a lawyer, how could you do?

Guest 2: But there would be a lot of lawyers to do...

Prabhupäda: No, that is another thing. I am talking of yourself. If one does not know what is good, then how he will do good? The first business is that he must know what is good. Then he can do something good. Otherwise what is the use of jumping like monkey? He must know. Because you are a lawyer you know how to deal with law, you can do good. But a layman who is not a lawyer, how he can do good? So therefore, anyone who is posing himself as leader to do good to the society, he must know first of all what is good.

Guest 2: Would you say that the lawyer can do good whether or not he believes in God?

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. I am saying that if you are not a lawyer, if you have no study of the law, how can you do good?

Guest 2: Well, that's what I was putting. I was hoping to lead you from there to the other situation of no studying or specific training.

Madhudviña: No. Çréla Prabhupäda was saying that you could help us legally because you knew the law. If you weren't a lawyer, then you couldn't have helped us legally. Right?

Guest 2: I see, I see what you mean, yes.

Madhudviña: So therefore, now taking that same example, you can't do good for someone unless you know what good is. You can't...

Guest 2: I was misunderstanding what he was saying.

Madhudviña: You can't help us legally unless you know the law yourself. You can't... I mean, just any Joe can't walk into the court and start speaking. The judge will say, "Go away." But because you're a lawyer you can help us.

Guest 1: But the question Raymond asked before was if somebody helped an old lady across the street and he was, say, an atheist, would it be doing a good action?

Madhudviña: Well, it depends. It depends on what the lady was doing.

Guest 1: It depends if he pushed her in front of a car.

Madhudviña: That lady may have been...

Guest 1: If she wanted to cross the road?

Madhudviña: No, no. That lady may have been walking home with a cartload, with booze, to kill herself. So when she got knocked over and all her liquor fell out on the ground and you didn't help her up with it, then maybe it was good that you left her there.

Guest 1: No, I think that particular situation where he helped the lady across the road...

Prabhupäda: No, particular situation is different. 

But generally if we do not know what is the ultimate goal,

then we misguide.

That is the point.
So either in society or politics or economics or religion, philosophy, culture—everyone is engaged in some department. But if that leader does not know what is the ultimate goal of life, how he will lead? That is given direction in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam in two verses. One verse is: idaà hi puàsas tapasaù çrutasya vä [SB 1.5.22]. Find out this verse. It is in the First Canto. Who can...? Where is? First of all find out this verse.

Morning Walk                       May 23, 1975, Melbourne

Australian devotee 2 (Ram Das?): Çréla Prabhupäda, in New Zealand we have a situation where the main industry is killing animals, the biggest industry, yet there is so much rain, so much nice atmosphere over there. Why is this? Why is there such a nice atmosphere but they are killing so many cows? Is that that they are innocent and they do not know and so Kåñëa is not punishing them so much?

Prabhupäda: Yes, they will be punished. (pause) [break] ...so many motor accidents. And there will be war. Then wholesale punishment. Then killing, being killed within the womb of the mother. They are being punished. Nowadays these things have been introduced. Now this child which is being killed by the mother, they are all these sinful men. They cannot come out even, out of the womb of the mother. There they are killed. Nature's law is very strict.

Morning Walk                     June 16, 1975, Honolulu

Prabhupäda: That will take place. Otherwise, how they will be killed?

Ambaréña: They're calling it a limited nuclear war.

Prabhupäda: They are accumulated so much sinful load 

that must be killed. That is sure. [break] 

...the massacre. That will take place.

Harikeça: The sinless people will survive?                                            

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (3): Who is that?                                                                      

Prabhupäda: We. [break] 

There was an artificial famine in India and I particularly inquired from all devotees whether they have got any problem in this famine. They said, "No, we haven't got." I have taken the statistics. In 1942 the artificial famine created by government... So there were big earthquake in Bihar. At that time one of my godbrother, he was government auditor. So I inquired. In that earthquake only his house was saved. I have seen it many times. Kaunteya pratijänéhi na me bhaktaù praëaçyati [Bg. 9.31]. That is the only....

samäçritä ye pada-pallava-plavaà mahat-padaà puëya-yaço muräreù bhavämbudhir vatsa-padaà paraà padaà padaà padaà yad vipadäà na teñäm [SB 10.14.58]

Padaà padaà yad vipadäà na teñäm. It is not meant for them, all these dangerous condition. Now the nuclear war means it will not continue very long. The first party who will drop the bomb on the other party, he will be victorious, and immediately the war will stop. They are simply arranging how to drop the atom bomb first. So one who will be able to drop the bomb first, he will be victorious. It doesn't require long time. Just like in Japan, as soon as the Americans dropped the atom bomb in Hiroshima, immediately they surrendered. This will be the result. Now the question is who will be able to drop the bomb first.

Siddha-svarüpa: The Japanese didn't have any atom bombs to send back, though.

Prabhupäda: No. It was in possession of Hitler. And your American stolen and kept it. Hitler wanted to use it, but, good sense, he did not like. He said that "I can do it immediately, but I will not do it." So three bombs they kept ready, and when Germany was in awkward condition these Americans, they stolen, and they used it in Japan. This was manufactured by the German.

Bali-mardana: Most of the American scientific knowledge for going to space, etc., is all gotten from the Germans.                

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali-mardana: They stole the German scientists. And the Russians also, after the war, they took many German scientists.

Prabhupäda: I think the aeroplane was made by the Germans first.

Bali-mardana: Yes, the jet airplane, yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And they took it, the idea, from Sanskrit literature. Yes. They purchased the book from Benares.

Devotee: In India we have, and Hawaii, the firecrackers going up, the idea was from there.

Harikeça: The Germans also had the idea that this universe is encaged in some hard layers. And they were trying to bounce waves off of the edge of the universe.

Prabhupäda: No, the Germans, they very much praised Indian culture. That my godbrother Soulier, when he came to India he said that "When Indian students come to our country, first of all we inquire how much he has got asset of his own culture. If we find that he has got some knowledge in his own culture, then we receive. Otherwise we reject." As soon as they found that somebody is made of London culture, then immediately they reject. There are many Sanskrit scholars in Germany.

Harikeça: All of the good dictionaries are from Germany.

Prabhupäda: No, Max Mueller was German.

Harikeça: A lot of the devotees have been wondering about book production if there is some war.

Prabhupäda: War? The war will be for a few days only.

Bali-mardana: Then the presses can go on.

Prabhupäda: This war will not prolong. That is not possible.

Harikeça: So this is not the big one.

Prabhupäda: No, it is big war, but it will be finished within short time.

Bali-mardana: Drop their bombs, everything's finished.

Upendra: But the argument is that these bombs will create more disturbance than just the blowing up. They create what's called radio-active fallout.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that will do. But the war will stop because the party which will be able to drop the bomb first, he will be victorious.

Harikeça: They've got these fancy...

Prabhupäda: Then after effects, what will happen, that is another thing. But the war will not continue for ten years or five years, like that.  

Bali-mardana: Many Communist countries now, they are not making any more big cities. They are keeping the population very spread out so that after the war they will be able to take over. Because if one has a big city, then the people can be killed very easily in one bomb, finished. 

Prabhupäda: ...they are afraid of death?

Bali-mardana: Well, the Chinese figure they have so many people that even if there is a war...

Prabhupäda: They are gainer.

Bali-mardana: There will still be so many of them left. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...they will be left. [break] Harer näma harer näma [Cc. Ädi 17.21]. [break] ...Hare Kåñëa. Don't bother. [break

Garden Conversation with Professors                           June 24, 1975, Los Angeles

Dr. Judah: Would you explain the other side of it, the fact that, of course, the Bhagavad-gétä was, has its setting on a battlefield in which Kåñëa enjoins Arjuna to go out and fight his kinsmen because it is his duty as a kñatriya.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because in the material world, for the maintenance of equilibrium of the society, sometimes killing is necessary. Just like fight, war. When the enemy has come to your country, you cannot sit idly; you must fight. But that does not mean that you are allowed to kill everyone as you like. That is a special circumstances when fighting must be there. Therefore the kñatriyas are required to give protection. Like the government is keeping military, police, soldiers, that does not mean government is after killing only. That department will be utilized when there is necessity, not that government is meant for killing. Government has other departments also. But this is also maintained. If there is necessity, it should be utilized. So Kåñëa, when He is on the battlefield, that was a necessity. He has got two business. Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. Those who are demons, those who are disturbing elements, they should be killed. And those who are honest and peaceful, they should be maintained. But because it is material world, the world of duality, there are good and evil, so you have to curb down the evil. Sometimes force is required. So that killing is not bad. When the enemy is aggressive and you are killing, that killing and poor animal who is supplying milk... You are drinking milk, your mother, and you are killing. This killing and that killing is not the same thing. According to Vedic civilization the cow is to be given special protection. Why it is recommended for the cow? It does not say of other animal. When animal killing is required according to Vedic civilization, those who are meat-eaters, they are allowed to kill some insignificant animal like deer, goat, pigs. It is for the animal eaters, not for all. But if one is bent upon... And there are persons, they want meat-eating. So for them these unimportant animals are recommended. But cow is very important animal. You get from its milk so many nutritious food. So apart from religious sentiment, from economic point of view, cow-killing is not good. And from moral point of view it is not good because you drink cow's milk, so cow is your mother. According to Vedic civilization, there are seven mothers.

ädau-mätä guroù patné brahmaëé räja-patnikä dhenur dhatré tathä påthvé sapta eta mataraù småtaù

Ädau-mätä, real mother, and guru-patné, the wife of guru or teacher, she is also mother 'cause teacher is father. Ädau-mätä guroù patné brahmaëi, the wife of a brähmaëa. She is mother. Ädau-mätä guroù patné brähm..., räja-patnikä, the queen, the wife of the king. She is mother. And then cow is mother because you are drinking her milk. Ädau-mätä guroù patné brahmaëi räja-patnikä, dhenur dhatré, nurse. Nurse is also mother because you suck the breast of the nurse. Therefore according to Vedic civilization, there are seven mothers. So you cannot kill your mother. That is not very good philosophy. And who can deny, "The cow is not mother"? Who has got this audacity? You are drinking milk in the very morning. Christ says, "Thou shall not kill?—wholesale killing stop." And the Vedic literature is little liberal. It does not say, "Thou shall not kill," but, "You shall not kill at least cow." But the wholesale stop is not possible. The Vedic wisdom knows that. But you shall not kill at least cow. That is civilization. And the Christians are maintaining thousands of slaughterhouse. Is that very good proposal?

Dr. Pore: Are you saying that you should never kill a cow but that you sometimes can kill a person?

Prabhupäda: When you can give life. There is sometimes cow sacrifice yajïa. The cow sacrifice yajïa means an old cow, he is sacrificed in the fire, and by Vedic hymns he is given again new life. To test the potency of the Vedic mantra, an old cow is sacrificed and by mantra he is given again new life. Not for killing and eating. That was discussed between Caitanya Mahäprabhu and Chand Kazi, Mohammedan magistrate. Those who have read Caitanya-caritämåta will find. So the Kazi was challenged by Caitanya Mahäprabhu that "You are killing cow and bulls. What is your religion? You are killing your father and mother." Then, he also was learned man, he said it that "In your Vedas the cow sacrifice yajïa is there." Then He explained, "This sacrifice is not for eating. It is giving a new life. To test the Vedic mantra." That is discussed in Caitanya-caritämåta. That is a different case. For meat-eating a cow should not be killed. This is not very good civilization. If you are..., you must eat meat, then you can kill other animals. They, those who are the kñatriyas, they were sometimes going to the forest, killing the deer. They are allowed. Because they have to learn how to kill. So by killing animals, they used to practice. Just like doctors, medical practitioners, they first of all ply their knife on the dead body and find out where are the nerves, where are the..., not a living man. When they are fully practiced, then they are allowed to practice surgical operation. Similarly, kñatriyas are meant for sometimes killing. Just like Arjuna, he's a kñatriya. So Kåñëa is criticizing him that "You are a kñatriya. You have learned how to kill, and now you are hesitating? What is the nonsense?" So kñatriyas are taught. So they have to rule over. So if required, the demons and the culprit, should immediately cut off his head, duty of the government. So all of a sudden you cannot do that. Just like in your country a young man, he has never learned how to kill and he is drawn in the draft board, "Come on. Go and kill." What he will do? He will hesitate. This is not perfect system. 

If you want a kñatriya, you must train them.

You must train a class of men as brähmaëas.

You must train a class of men as kñatriya and a class of men as agriculturist and cow protection, and balance are workers.
That is cätur-varëyam: brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. But the kñatriya or the president or the secretary, they are sitting very comfortably at our home and some poor young men—"Come on. Go and fight." What is this? What they will fight? They will die there, that's all. If he does not know how to fight, that energy is lacking, what he will do there?

Dr. Crossley: I'd like to ask something. You seem to be saying in several of your illustrations that to try to love is too much. But at least we can chant. To try to have a prohibition against killing is too much. Look what happens, we slaughter the animals. But to have a specific prohibition against killing the cow, that we can have. In other words, I hear you talking about a specific discipline that people can actually accomplish: not kill a cow, chant...

Prabhupäda: Yes. The brähmaëas...

Dr. Crossley: But every religion has that. Jews keep kosher.

Prabhupäda: It is... Apart from religion, it is social upkeep. It has nothing to do with religion, but it helps religion.

Dr. Crossley: I guess what I really want to know is does it matter what the specific thing is, like not killing a cow or like chanting or are there many specific things that people can do for love of God and for discipline that will serve the same purpose?

Prabhupäda: Yes. The only specific thing is you chant. Then other things will automatically be revealed.

Dr. Crossley: So chanting is necessary.

Prabhupäda: Yes, absolutely.
Dr. Crossley: Nothing else will do as well.

Prabhupäda: No, because at the present moment they are not practical. Suppose the meditation. It is not practical.

Dr. Crossley: Meditation is not practical?

Prabhupäda: No.

Dr. Wolfe: Çréla Prabhupäda, in our age, that is, in the Kali-yuga, it is not.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like this thing. That is not practical. And it is practical. Even a small child can chant Hare Kåñëa. We see every day. A small child is chanting and dancing without any training.

Dr. Wolfe: Çréla Prabhupäda, the reason that meditation is not feasible now is because we are too much distracted in this age.

Prabhupäda: Mind is... I will meditate on my office work. When I close my eye I shall sleep. I have seen it. Big... (makes snoring noise) (laughter) I have seen it, old ladies meditating. This is not practical. Meditation is described in Vedic..., dhyänävasthita-tad-gatena manasä paçyanti yaà yoginaù: [SB 12.13.1] mind is fully absorbed in God, and he is seeing the Supreme Lord within his heart. That is meditation, not snoring. That is not meditation. Impractical. But if you chant Hare Kåñëa, immediately you can join, immediately, "Oh." Even the child will join. So this is practical. And that is recommended,

kalau doña-nidhe räjan asti hy eko mahän guëaù kértanäd eva kåñëasya mukta-saìgaù paraà vrajet

 [SB 12.3.51]

That is recommended by Çukadeva Gosvämé, that "I have described so many faults of this age of Kali, but there is one very biggest gain." What is that? "That simply by chanting Hare Kåñëa one becomes free from all material bondage." This is the special advantage of this age.

Dr. Wolfe: Could it be called the true yoga of our time?

Prabhupäda: Hm. Yes. It is bhakti-yoga. Bhakti-yoga begins with chanting. Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù [SB 7.5.23]. And the more you chant and hear, you become purified. So I think you leaders of your country, you should take this movement very seriously and take it for acceptance. It is not difficult. Chanting. You can chant in school; you can chant in college; you can chant in the factory; you can chant on the street. There is no special qualification required. But if we introduce this chanting, you will be benefited great. There is no loss, but there is great gain.

Dr. Wolfe: Çréla Prabhupäda, you are aware that they advance the argument of mesmerization against chanting. The psychologists do that.

Prabhupäda: That's good. That's good. If you can mesmerize, that will... Now Dr. Judah has admitted that you can mesmerize the drug-addicted hippies and engage them in understanding Kåñëa, is a great achievement. (laughter) Yes.

Dr. Wolfe: That's not mesmerization, of course.

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be. Dr. Judah has admitted. So if mesmerization is for good, why not accept it? If it is for bad, then it is another thing. If it is doing good, why not accept it? Hmm? What do you think, professor?

Dr. Pore: I don't know how to react. I think I agree with you. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: If it is good... Everything good should be accepted.

Dr. Pore: One problem... You see, I keep wondering how you're so sure you know what good is, particularly when it comes to war. I would be a little more worried I think that...

Prabhupäda: What is that war?

Dr. Pore: Well, when you were telling that sometimes war is necessary. I should think that it's important to know how to decide when...

Prabhupäda: No, no, necessary means you cannot expect in this material world all saintly persons. There are bad elements. So if a bad elements comes to attack you, is it not your duty to fight and protect?

Dr. Pore: It just may be, though, that mine are the bad elements, and I keep thinking that other people are the bad elements.

Prabhupäda: No. Even God has got this discrimination. He says, pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. There are bad elements. So if in God's mind there is good element, bad element... So we are part and parcel of God. We must have also the same sentiment. We cannot avoid it.

Jayatértha: Nowadays it's 99% bad. So the wars are simply between two bad elements. Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayatértha: So it's a different thing now.

Prabhupäda: So you cannot stop war between bad elements. Make them good. Then you can avoid. You cannot stop fighting between the dogs. That is not possible. If you try to make the dogs stop fighting, it is not possible. Is it possible? Then it is useless attempt. You keep the human being as dogs, and you want stop fighting. That is not possible, impractical.

Morning Walk                             June 28, 1975, Denver

Prabhupäda: Chant Hare Kåñëa. Very dangerous place. Padaà padaà yad vipadam [SB 10.14.58]. This is a place—in every step there is danger. We are walking in a very nice park. At any moment there may be revolution, whole thing is changed. Whole thing is, becomes fire. Just like, in India now it has become. So we should remember that here in this material world, padaà padaà yad vipadam, every step there is danger. Give up this place. That is the real intelligence. And the education misleading them, mäyä-sukhäya, making gorgeous plans for temporary happiness. That's all. If in the slaughterhouse the animals are kept very comfortably, so what is the meaning of it?

Brahmänanda: They'll still be slaughtered.

Prabhupäda: Eh? What is the meaning?

Satsvarüpa: No meaning.

Prabhupäda: It is sure that all the animals will be slaughtered, and if the arrangement is "All right, before being slaughtered, let them live very comfortably," is that very good intelligence? The intelligence is "Why we shall be slaughtered?" That is intelligence. What is the meaning of slaughterhouse? Who can explain?

Brahmänanda: Everyone dies there.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Dies there... A slaughterhouse, what is the meaning of this particular word?

Devotee (2): They're killed brutally.

Harikeça: A specific place where all the animals are killed.

Prabhupäda: Yes. All of a sudden many animals are killed at once. So this is also slaughterhouse. When there is need, many animals will be brought into war and killed. It is slaughterhouse. And the foolish animals, they are thinking, "We are now very comfortably situated." He forgets that "I am going to be slaughtered." Måtyu-saàsära-sägarät, the ocean of slaughterhouse. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, måtyu-saàsära-sägarät. A slaughterhouse, being accepted as... It is called måtyu-loka. Måtyu-loka. So still, they are taking it as very comfortable place. This is their intelligence: a slaughterhouse is being accepted as very nice place. What is the answer of these animals who are going to be slaughtered?

Devotee (3): Animals don't have an answer.

Käçéräma: Just a few days ago there was a plane crash and many people died, but they were sitting very comfortably in their chairs thinking, "It is so nice," but then it was all over, finished. And in the airport I was distributing books, and I was telling them, "You could die at any moment," but they still are thinking, "I am going to enjoy." They are not caring.

Prabhupäda: Where this air crash took place?

Käçéräma: In New York. And it landed on the freeway.

Satsvarüpa: A lightening bolt hit the plane.

Prabhupäda: Lighting...?

Harikeça: Thunderbolt.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Just see, slaughterhouse.

Satsvarüpa: You said in your lecture the other day in Los Angeles that when that happens that many people are killed in one place, it means that it's arranged by the Supreme. Just like Kurukñetra.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is stated by Kåñëa, that "You are thinking very patriotically that you will not kill. But it is already settled. They must be killed here. I have brought them. You kill or not kill, they will be killed. That is My plan. If you want, you take credit that you have killed." This is same arrangement. It is prearranged. War means it is bringing all the animals together and kill them, finish. And that is happening every few years after years. The Napoleon is coming for killing, and Hitler is coming for killing. Sometimes Nelson is coming for killing. But here in India the God comes for killing. Lord Rämacandra came for killing the Rävaëas and Kåñëa came for killing the Kauravas.

Satsvarüpa: Sometimes in those mass killings pious men are killed also. At Kurukñetra many pious men were killed?

Prabhupäda: Well, when there is killing, it is not that the pious men... But mostly they were saved. The Päëòavas were saved. The five brothers, they remained. 
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So first-class man, he knows what is Bhagavad-gétä and tries to apply the teachings in practical life. Then you become first-class. In the Bhagavad-gétä you will find first-class eating, first-class life, second-class eating, second-class life, third-class... Everything is there. So people should be trained up. Economic question? That is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. You produce food grain, anna, sufficiently. So there is immense land still. Say, in America, so much land is without any utilization, in Africa, in Australia. They are not being properly utilized. People are complaining, "Overpopulation." Now countries which are overpopulated, they are not allowed to utilize the vacant land, neither people are being trained how to produce food grain. They are being trained up, technology, to produce motor tire. And nobody is interested to produce food grain. So without taking food grains, they are killing animals, and they are eating, short cut. They do not know killing of animals is sinful activity. This is the... Man is advanced; we can grow food. This killing of animals is for the non-civilized society. They cannot... They do not know how to grow food. They were killing animals. When man is advanced in his knowledge and education, why they should kill? Especially in America, we see so many nice foodstuffs. Fruits, grains, milk. And from milk, you can get hundreds of nice preparations, all nutritious. In our New Vrindaban we are doing that—rabri, pera, burfi. The other farmers are surprised that from milk such nice preparation can be prepared. So instead of teaching them—you Indian, you know how to utilize milk and prepare so many nice preparation,—you are learning how to eat meat. Why? So if you forget your culture and if you become victimized, that is your fault. You should teach them how to utilize milk. And if the cows are kept jubilant, they will deliver double milk. They know, "We shall be killed." They are always depressed. Therefore milk is not properly supplied. So that is stated in the Bhagavad..., er, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that during Mahäräja Yudhisthira's time the cows were so jubilant that milk was dropping from the milkbags, so much so that the pasturing grounds became muddy with milk. So if you keep... Killing of cows means utilizing the blood in different form. The milk is also another transformation of the blood. So if you take milk sufficiently and prepare nice foodstuff, then it is equally beneficial like the meat from health point of view. But one must know the..., learn that keep the cow living; at the same time be benefited by the blood. Therefore in the Bhagavad-gétä you will find this word kåñi-go-rakñya. Go-rakñya. This animal has to be protected. Not other animals it is mentioned. And go, cow. So those who are meat-eaters, they can eat nonimportant animals. But cows should be given protection. This is the instruction. But in the western country the cows are specially being killed. Now the reaction is war, crime, and they are now repentant. And they will have to repent more and more.

Jayatértha: So the wars and the crime are a direct result of the cow slaughter.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Oh, yes. It is a wholesale reaction. All these crises are taking place. They are killing their own child. Own child means that child is criminal; therefore it is being killed within the womb. Nature will take action. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. You are not independent. So if you work independently, then you will have to suffer. The law of nature is there. You cannot avoid it. If you infect some disease, you must suffer from the disease. You cannot avoid it. This is the law of nature. Law of nature is working in such a way that as you are infecting... Käraëaà guëa-saìgaù asya sad-asad-janma-yoniñu. Find out this verse. Why there are varieties of life. One is tree, one is cat, one is dog, one is human being, one is blind, one is lame, one is educated, one is foolish—why? Why the difference, varieties? And that is answered in the Bhagavad-gétä, käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya: "As you are infecting the modes of material nature, you are getting your birth." Otherwise, how you can explain by nature there are so many varieties of life, 8,400,000 species of life?

Jayatértha: You mentioned several times that those persons who are guilty of abortion, then they also enter a womb, but they never leave it alive. They're also killed within the womb.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That means... That child is killed means it must take another birth. Again in the womb it will be killed. Again another womb. This is going on. Müòha janmani janmani [Bg. 16.20]. It is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, "Birth after birth they will be put into the darkness of life."
Morning Walk                             July 18, 1975, San Francisco

Paramahaàsa: About one month ago there was a very big story in the newspapers about how this student who went to all the archives in the Washington D.C. library, and from known records he compiled enough information to construct an atom bomb. Did you hear about that?

Prabhupäda: No.

Paramahaàsa: He became world famous. So they concluded that anyone who wanted to could get normal information from normal sources and theoretically construct an atom bomb. But they don't have the equipment, but they have the knowledge now. So they're proposing in that sense that any terrorist organization within the next five years will be able to invent their own atom bomb.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's a fact.

Bahuläçva: He was bribing one city in Florida that "You pay me so much money or else I'm going to blow up your city." And he sent them the plans, "Here is the bomb." So they became very frightened. And when they traced the letter, they found that it was only a sixteen year old boy who had done this. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...the sound of the church bell very much. It is very attractive.

Brahmänanda: You want one like that for Våndävana.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yadubara: They have an organ here, Çréla Prabhupäda, that you play the organ and the bells chime out a melody from that tower.

Prabhupäda: Which tower?

Yadubara: That big tower here. They have bells up on top, and they can play different melodies.

Devotee: As they fall off. [break]

Yadubara: ...problem of suicide here, but in all schools all over the country.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are publicly suiciding, and others are silently suiciding. 

The suiciding policy is going on.

Somebody manifests; somebody does not manifest. That's all. If the human life is wasted for sense gratification, that is suicidal. Because you got the opportunity of enlightenment and you live like dogs and cats, this is suicide. [break] This, what is called, hydrogen bomb manufacturer, he is thinking that he is successful in his life by discovering this hydrogen bomb. but he does not know how to save him from death. So it is suicidal.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They are simply expert at accelerating death.

Prabhupäda: Whatever he has done, so he could not save him. He cannot save him from death. So what is the use of this scientific knowledge? If the dog is also going to die and he is also going to die, so where is the difference of his scientific knowledge?

Paramahaàsa: Coincidentally, the original purpose of the hydrogen bomb was to prevent death, to end the Second World War as soon as possible.

Prabhupäda: How they can prevent? That he does not know, how to prevent. He can accelerate. That's all. [break] ...puts before us, "Here is your problem, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi [Bg. 13.9]. Solve it." Where is that scientist? They avoid the real problem and take some childish problem. [break] ...not any hidden problem. It is the open problem. Kåñëa puts it: janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi duùkha-doñänudarçanam, The real seer will see to these problems. There is no answer or solution of these problems. Where is the solution of these problems? Where is the biochemist or the psychologist or the atom bombist?

Paramahaàsa: The theory nowadays is that by the proliferation of atomic weapons, that Russia has so many weapons, China has so many weapons, the United States has so much...

Prabhupäda: Everyone now. India has also.

Paramahaàsa: They're all afraid of using them.

Prabhupäda: They must use it. That is nature's arrangement.

Paramahaàsa: Yeah, right. History.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is nature's arrangement (chuckles) that you all die. That is nature's arrangement.

Tamäla Kåñëa: When someone gets some power he wants to try it out. Just like there was that demon. Lord Çiva gave him power: whoever head he touched, the head would fall off.

Prabhupäda: Just like in your country there are so many cars so that a poor man like me has car always, not an inch move on leg. So because there is so many. There are so many cars. So there are so many weapons now. That must be used. That is a natural sequence. They must use it.

Bahuläçva: That is why they have wars, just so they can use up the weapons.

Prabhupäda: Oh yes.

Paramahaàsa: The only difficulty is that if one person uses the atomic weapon, that means entire, it would be entire waste of mankind. So everyone's afraid of using the ultimate.

Prabhupäda: Well, anyway, they must be used. There is no doubt about it. Therefore we can say there will be war. It is no astrology. It is natural conclusion.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Common sense.

Paramahaàsa: That'd mean total destruction.

Prabhupäda: Well, total or partial, that we shall see. But they must be used.

Bahuläçva: Now they like to blow them up in the ground. The scientists like to play by blowing them up in the ground.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Or in the sea.

Bahuläçva: They create big disturbances.

Prabhupäda: Yes. [break] ...can be solved by understanding these three items: God is the proprietor; He is the enjoyer; He is friend of everyone. They are acting just the opposite way: "I am the proprietor; I am the enjoyer; I am the friend. Because I am God." This is their... Everyone is becoming friend—ultimately proves to be enemy of the country because he is not friend. President Nixon took votes by pretending friendship, and later on, he proved enemy. This is going on. Everyone knows. Gandhi pretended to become friend, but he proved to become an enemy. Otherwise why he was shot down? Unless one thought him as enemy, why he was shot down? This is going on. Nobody can become friend except Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But a pure devotee is a friend to all.

Prabhupäda: Because he carries the message of Kåñëa. Kåñëa is friend, and he is carrying the friendly message. Therefore he is friend. If there is a nice friend and if somebody gives information of that nice friend, he is also friend. Therefore nobody can become friend except Kåñëa's representative. The material world is: "I am your enemy, and you are my enemy." This is the whole construction of the material world. So how the enemy can become friend? It is pretension, cheating.

Devotee: When we go out to distribute books, we try and show the karmés that the devotee is actually their friend also.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, certainly. That is the real friendship work. Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu says,

kota nidrä jäo mäyä-piçäcéra kole, enechi auñadhi mäyä näçibäro lägi' hari-näma mahä-mantra lao tumi mägi'

This is friendship. "You are sleeping under the spell of mäyä, and how long you will sleep and suffer in this material world? So I have brought this medicine. You take it and you will no more sleep."

enechi auñadhi mäyä näçibäro lägi' hari-näma mahä-mantra lao...

"Now take Hare Kåñëa mantra, this medicine."

hari-näma mahä-mantra lao tumi mägi'

Bahuläçva: So all relationships in this material world are...

Prabhupäda: Inimical.

Bahuläçva: Based on this enemy.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bahuläçva: Even the so-called love.

Prabhupäda: No, that is lust. That is not love. And as soon as my lusty desire is not fulfilled, then you are my enemy. [break] If we take shelter of any materialistic person, that is like to take the..., capture the tail of a dog and try to swim over the Pacific Ocean. It is like that. [break]

Naliné-kaëöha: ...ing that we should not give people anything other than Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: And what you have to give? First of all you consider what you have to give. What you have got to give?

Naliné-kaëöha: I was thinking that sometimes the devotees engage in business, selling so many things to help the temples, and you were saying that we should not do that?

Prabhupäda: If you are business-minded, you can do that. Do business and give the result to Kåñëa. [break]

Brahmänanda: ...planting a tree. And here are the animals. The tiger and the lizard, fish.

Prabhupäda: So what is the meaning?

Bahuläçva: This is zoology. They study all the animals.

Prabhupäda: Not himself?

Bahuläçva: Well, they think they get an idea of man by studying the animals.

Brahmänanda: Catching the tail of the dog.

Bahuläçva: Of the crab. Then they come to conclude that since all the animals do is eat, sleep, mate and defend, man should also just do that.

Prabhupäda: Then why he has become man? Why not animal? Therefore the çästra says, "One who is engaged in these animal activities, he is animal. He is not man." Yasyätma-buddhiù kuëape tri-dhätuke sva-dhéù kalaträdiñu bhauma idya-dhéù [SB 10.84.13]. Actually, man is doing like that. In the jungle the similar animals, they flock together. This nationalism is like that. It is nothing better than that. So our defending, that "We are Americans," "We are Indians," "We are Germans"—the same thing. Because they are animals, they have this United Nations. The animals will fight, so they are trying to compromise, "Let us live peacefully." That is not possible because they are animals, all failure. [break]

Paramahaàsa: Under the threat of nuclear warfare wouldn't Kåñëa consciousness be more easy to spread?

Prabhupäda: No, threat is already there. But they are so fool that they are not afraid of the threat. Threat is already there. Everyone will die. That is the problem. So who is caring for this? They are avoiding this. They cannot take any anti measures.

Yadubara: So it will take a war to bring them to their senses a bit?

Prabhupäda: No, war is going on. But they are so senseless that they will not come to this, so rascal. Therefore they are described as müòha, all rascals.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Very hard to preach to these fools, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: These people are so stupid, it is very difficult to preach to them.

Prabhupäda: (chuckles) No, chant Hare Kåñëa. That will be...

Dhéra Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda, we are hearing from you and your books that we will die, and we must learn to face these problems as you mentioned, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi [Bg. 13.9], but still, even as your disciples, we are not so convinced.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Dhéra Kåñëa: Because we've been brought up in a culture where we've been taught that we will never die. Particularly in America we never even see death here.

Prabhupäda: You think you will not die?

Dhéra Kåñëa: I know I will, but how can we realize that, come to the platform of realizing?

Prabhupäda: Everyone is dying, your father is dying, your mother is dying, your friend is dying, and still if you cannot understand, then how it will be possible to make you understand? Every day you see so many people are dying. Ahäny ahäni lokäni gacchanti yamälayam iha. Every moment, every day, we see so many animals or men are dying. Çeñaù sthitam icchanti kim äçcaryam... But those who are living he is thinking, "I will not die." Death is inevitable but still, he is thinking, "I will not die." Therefore that is the problem. Everyone is dying, and everyone is trying not to die. This is the problem. Nobody wants to die, but everyone is dying. That problem this rascal scientist cannot solve. Therefore they are like dogs, and to catch their tail is like that. Yes. And that is the real problem. Everyone is dying, and everyone is trying not to die.

Prabhupäda: ...begin war with their own children. This is also war. The child wants to come out, and they are fighting, advanced. (end)
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Prabhupäda: That's all. That's all. Exploiting, that's all. This is their business. Just like Pakistan politicians, as soon as they cannot supply food, they declare war with India. The attention is diverted. Here also we have seen in the last war. When no man was joining, so in India, they created artificial famine. So for want of food they joined military. The government created a situation, purchased all the food grains and stocked. And when the price is very high the government opened controlled shop at high price. The people had no money; therefore they were obliged to join military. These polit..., demons, they are so dangerous, simply to keep their position they are doing all nefarious activities. Simply there is... Because they don't believe in the next birth, they are not afraid of sinful activities. They can do anything, "Whatever I like. There is no... This life is finished." That is the whole philosophy of the modern educated man, "There is no life." Big, big professors, they say like that, "There is no life after death." Therefore the Ärya-samäjé rascal was: "That is Hindu belief." Why Hindu belief? Does the Mohammedan do not grow old? That answer he could not give. He is such a rascal. And at last he said that "I am God."

Morning Walk                 October 16, 1975, Johannesburg

Prabhupäda: Yes. So you make that four orders, and 

then society will be in order.

But you are not taking Kåñëa's advice. 

You are manufacturing your hellish ideas.
Harikeça: No, I was just wondering how one would be able to see who was acting in a certain way unless they were first engaged in something. They have to be doing some activity...

Prabhupäda: No, no.

Harikeça: ...so you can see what kind of quality they have.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Take "everyone is rascal," then train them. That is wanted. Take everyone as rascal. There is no question that "Here is intelligent man, here is rascal, here is the..." No. First of all take them all rascals, and then train them. 

That is wanted. 

That is wanted now.
At the present moment the whole world is full of rascals. Now,

if they take to Kåñëa consciousness,

select amongst them. Just like I am training. You are brähmaëa by training. So one who is prepared to be trained as brähmaëa, classify him in the brähmaëa. One is trained up as kñatriya, classify him. In this way, cätur-varëyaà mäyä såñ...

Harikeça: And that kñatriya would engage everyone basically as çüdra and then pick from them.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Harikeça: He would initially pick...

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. You pick up... You take the whole mass of people as çüdra. Then...

Harikeça: Pick out.

Prabhupäda: Pick out. And rest, who is neither brähmaëa nor kñatriya nor vaiçya, then he is çüdra. That's all, very easy thing. If he cannot be trained up as engineer, then he remains as a common man. There is no force. This is the way of organizing society. There is no force. Çüdra is also required.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Now the incentive in modern society to become educated or to become engineer is money. What is the incentive in Vedic culture?

Prabhupäda: There is no need of money. The brähmaëa teaches everything free of charge. There is no question of money. Anyone can take education as a brähmaëa or a kñatriya, as a vaiçya. There is no... Vaiçya doesn't require any education. Kñatriyas require little. Brähmaëa require. But that is free. Just find out a brähmaëa guru and he will give you free education. That's all. This is society. Now, as soon as... At the present moment, as soon as one wants to be educated, he requires money. But in the Vedic society there is no question of money. Education free.

Harikeça: So the incentive is the happiness in society?

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is... Everyone is hankering after: "Where is happiness?" This will be the happiness. When people will be peaceful, happy in their living condition, that will bring happiness, not by imagining that "If I have got a skyscraper building, I will be happy," and then jump over and commit suicide. That is going on. He is thinking that "If I have a skyscraper building, I will be happy," and when he is frustrated, he jumps down. That is going on. This is happiness. That means all rascals. They do not know what is happiness. Therefore everyone requires guidance from Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Now you were saying that there is high rate of suicide here?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Why? This is the country possessing gold mine, and why they are...? And you said that it is difficult to become poor here.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. You have to try hard to become poor man here.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And still there is suicide. Why? Every man is rich man, and why he is committing suicide? Hm? Can you reply?

Devotee (1): They lack central happiness?

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is no happiness. (pause) Nobody can remain lazy, because he will be hungry. So how he will remain lazy? He'll have to go somewhere, begging food, and he'll say, "First of all work. 

Then get your food." He'll work. So there is no question of remaining lazy. Just like the hippies. They do not work, but when they do not get food from anywhere, they go and work. Is it not? So he will be obliged to work.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That is the incentive, then.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): Some of them steal. Instead of working, they steal their food.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Steal... When he is arrested, then he has to work in the prison. That's all.

Harikeça: Chopping rocks.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Otherwise whipping. In Bhagavad-gétä it is recommended that instead of keeping yourself lazy without working, better to steal. Better to steal.

Puñöa Kåñëa: How is that?

Prabhupäda: Huh? That is there. Stealing is bad work, bad work. It is also working, but bad work. So Kåñëa recommends that instead of keeping yourself lazy, better do bad work.

Harikeça: "Action is better than inaction."

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. Yes.

Harikeça: A man cannot even keep his own body in shape.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So stealing is still better than keeping oneself lazy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: "It is better to perform one's duty, even though it may be imperfect, than to perform another's duty"?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. (laughter)

Harikeça: I've always wondered... The food will be taken care of in a perfect varëäçrama society; government is taken care of...

Prabhupäda: Government means you, like rascal fools like you. So how you will take care?

Harikeça: When it is properly set up.

Prabhupäda: First of all you see the government, what is government? Government means a pack of rascals and fools. That's all. This is modern government. All these thieves and rogues are voted to be government men. So how you expect good government? It is not possible. "People's government." All people are rascals. That means government rascal. People's government.

Harikeça: How would the other necessities of life be taken care of, like medical things? If actually they have no knowledge, and they have to require to build these gigantic hospitals...

Prabhupäda: The brähmaëas, the brähmaëas will give you medical help. Äyur-Veda. They will read Äyur-Veda. They will give help.

Harikeça: So the Äyur-Veda possibly can work nowadays.

Prabhupäda: Why not?

Harikeça: Some people were telling me that the herbs had lost all their effectiveness in the Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: Then die. (laughter) Do you mean to say this modern medical treatment is guarantee for your living?

Harikeça: No.

Prabhupäda: Then? That is also not guarantee. If you see the herbs and plants are no more effective, then if there is no guarantee in your modern medical, there is no guarantee. So why should you spend so much money? As soon as I go to a doctor, immediately twenty dollars. As soon as go to purchase some drugs, immediately twenty. If I have no money... And still that is not guarantee, so why shall I spend so much money?

Harikeça: So actually this money doesn't even exist in Vedic society—money.

Prabhupäda: Money is not required. You require things. Just like instead of money, you are getting papers. Money means gold. Where is gold? You are cheated. Money means gold. So instead of possessing gold, you are possessing some paper, written there, "hundred dollars." And you are such a fool, you are satisfied. You are being cheated. Bank's check and currency notes, you keep it in your..., "Oh, here is my money." Is that money? Just see.

Devotee (3): They only do that to make it easier for them, because they've got so much money that they can't carry it...

Prabhupäda: That's all right, but actually it is not money. You are befooled. You are such a fool that you accept a piece of paper as money. Therefore I say you are rascal. That is my business. If I say "Government, give me gold," and government has passed law, "No, you cannot possess gold," that means cheating. How I shall keep gold, that is my business. First of all you give me gold. It is due to me. But you are giving me paper. That means cheating is begun from you.

Harikeça: How will the government decide what my gold is and what his gold is? How does the gold get distributed?

Prabhupäda: Gold coins. Formerly there was gold coins. We have seen in our childhood gold coins, silver coins. There was no paper.

Harikeça: But you have to do something to get it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I will have to do something. That is another thing. But why you are cheating me? Instead of gold, you are giving me paper. Formerly... You have seen in Kåñëa book that one fruit man came, and Kåñëa was taking some grain. It was falling down. So that was the... A fruit man come, and you give him a packet of grain. Then whatever exchange is possible, the fruit man gives you fruit. That's all.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That is called bartering.

Prabhupäda: Bartering. So there is no need of money. Similarly, you go to another shop. You get. So you produce your food, and in exchange, in barter, you get all things, other things. Somebody is producing something, somebody is producing something. But it can be done. Suppose I am a blacksmith. You want some work from me. So you say that "I'll make this instrument for me." So I say, "You give me one kg paddy." So you give me one kg, I prepare you, so your necessity is fulfilled. Now I have got so much paddy. Now, I may go to purchase something else because I am blacksmith, so grains will be used for my eating, and for, say for ghee, I take the same grain somewhere. So where is the money need of?
Harikeça: It's very difficult to cheat in that system. It's very difficult to cheat.

Prabhupäda: Cheat?

Harikeça: In a system of bartering it's very hard to cheat.

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is no cheating. Everyone is simply simple, honest. And here the government begins cheating. He is engaging you to hard work day and night and paying you a piece of paper, where it is written "one hundred dollars." That's all. This is your society, cheating and cheater. That's all.

Harikeça: People have a hard time understanding that point, because with a hundred dollar note you can buy things.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I say you are all rascals. You do not know. If I say, the government may arrest me that I am infusing people in a different way. But that is the fact.

Harikeça: So a government's duty would be to abolish this false standard of money, and then automatically...

Prabhupäda: Yes.                        

Government's only duty is

that government gives me land and I pay tax:

Whatever I produce, take one fourth."

Finish. All taxes.

If I don't produce, there is no tax.

That's all.

That is the business between the government and the public. 

That's all.

Harikeça: If the public are giving like one quarter of a perishable item, what does the government do with that? Let's say they were growing some vegetables, so they give one quarter of that to the government. What would the government do with that? They've got so many tons of vegetables.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: And everybody is taken care of, because they are growing it.

Prabhupäda: After all, vegetable will be eaten by somebody. So let government distribute there. Vegetable, grains, fruits, milk, ghee, yogurt, natural produce—they will be used by somebody. The government may store and distribute, those who are in need. That's all.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Maybe somebody is only producing gold or gold plates, or somebody is producing something that isn't food. So he would give that to the government.

Prabhupäda: Well, gold plates, that is not a necessary thing. He can eat on plantain leaf, natural production. That is luxury. So when people live simple life, the luxuries will no more be required.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Let's say the government is building some wells or some roads. They could feed the people who are doing that, çüdras who are doing that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Çüdras, that "You dig this well and take your food." That's all. Work will go on. At the present moment I require one scissor. I can go to the blacksmith and pay him some grain. He will give me. Now they are producing, Krupp Company in Germany, millions of razor, millions of scissors. Now they will have to find market, where to sell. And as soon as goes to sell in India, the British government—"No, no. You cannot sell." Then he becomes angry: "Oh, all right." He declares war.
Puñöa Kåñëa: So complex.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is going on. "These Britishers do not allow me to go there? All right, kill them." That was the Hitler policy and Kaiser's policy, to kill British empire. They did it. They were successful. But they were also killed. This is going on, unnecessary. Why you produce so much razor and scissor? And then find out market, and when there is competition, there is anger, there is enviousness, there is fight, one after another, one after another. Where is peace? Why do you produce so many unnecessarily? Why do you produce so many cars, when there is scarcity of power, and fight with Arabians? Anartha. Therefore it is called anartha, unnecessary. Anarthopasamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje [SB 1.7.6]. As soon as people will be devotee, they will not require unnecessary things. They will be satisfied, simply bare necessities of life. That is peaceful condition. You create unnecessary needs of life, and then there is competition, there is hellish life, the factory, and then the factory man requires wine to forget his hard labor, so on, so on. Then he become thieves. He become rogues. This is your society. How you can expect peace?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The only solution is Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: That's it, only solution.

Harikeça: It also seems like the only government that would work would be the Vedic government. Varnäçrama-dharma is the only thing that will work.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa conscious government means Vedic government.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We have histories that for millions of years such governments were working successfully. Now, for a few thousand years, they squabble, this type of government, that type of government.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, first of all, the government is cheating. He is giving me paper in the name of money, and forcing me to accept it.

Harikeça: That seems to be the root cause of...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Government is taking labor from you. You ask, "If you pay me three hundred dollars, then I shall work." "All right, I shall give you. Work." Then what is that three hundred? I print and pay you, and you rascal, you accept it, three hundred dollars. What is that three hundred dollars for government? Printing press. And you are so rascal, "Yes, I have got now three hundred dollars." This is going on. This is artificial inflation. Why there is inflation? Now you have got three hundred dollars without any hard labor. And when you go to purchase—I haven't got three hundred dollars; you have got—"All right, I shall pay this price." So price is increased because the seller will see: "Who pays me large price?" So you have got unnecessary money. You offer him large price. So I am poor man; I could not purchase. This is going on.

Harikeça: There was once a few plots exposed, how some governments were ruined because foreign governments were printing up money just like their money, and shipping it in.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. I have seen it. I have seen it during last wartime. One Chinese man was coming to one of my friends, my business friend. So he would give, immediately coming, a bunch of notes, maybe ten thousand.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Indian notes?

Prabhupäda: Yes. And a list of goods. He was his purchasing agent. So that bunch of notes was printed in China. You see? And he brings it and gives to a merchant here, and he gives him real goods, and he takes it out. This is inflation.

Devotee (2): Could he spend that money?

Prahupada: Yes. I print ten thousand dollars' worth currency note, and I give you, and I take you, actual goods from you, anywhere.

Harikeça: The government is doing that all the time. They take contracts from people.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is going on. Therefore price is increasing daily. Formerly British government, in the beginning, to prove their honesty, as soon as you go to the currency for changing, they will offer you, "You want coins or paper currency?" So if you think that paper currency will be convenient, you can take. Otherwise, if you want coins, they will pay you.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Gold coins.

Prabhupäda: Yes, gold, silver, whatever you want. That was the... Now this is stopped. You can not ask now gold coins and silver coins. Whatever government will give you, you have to accept. Where is honesty?

Devotee (2): Çréla Prabhupäda, in South Africa they have a coin called the Krugerrand. And one rand is worth one hundred cents, one rand of paper money. But one rand gold is worth about seventy-eight rand.

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Devotee (1): It's constantly going up and down, the price. Hundred and eight.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Here is the car, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Everything mismanaged, cheating.

Harikeça: So until the top man is Kåñëa conscious, this cheating will basically continue.

Prabhupäda: Who is the top man? Everyone is top man. Instead of one king, now you have got one hundred kings. The minister, the secretaries, the under-secretaries, the deputy minister, and so on, so on, so on. So there was only one unfortunate king. Now you have got three dozen kings, and you have to maintain them like kings. This is going on.

Harikeça: They can pay them with their phony money.

Prabhupäda: And they are seeking this post because they know that without doing anything, money will come. That's all. And as soon as you approach some minister, he will ask you, "All right, give me an application." And after six months' reminding, he will say, "No, it is not possible."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. Because so many people have to apply for any one post. That's a fact. Then he will put his son there.

Prabhupäda: All rogues and thieves.

Harikeça: So actually it is not possible to change the...

Prabhupäda: Change—if they become Kåñëa conscious.

Harikeça: But the system itself is defective. How can...

Prabhupäda: No, the defective will be correct when you become Kåñëa conscious. Just like in your past life you had so many defects. Now it is corrected. That is practical.

Harikeça: Let's say somebody is a minister...

Prabhupäda: Anybody.

Harikeça: ...but his occupation is cheating.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Let him become Kåñëa conscious. He will stop this cheating business.

Harikeça: But he has to stop.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. Räjarñi.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He has to stop. It will be stopped as soon as he becomes a devotee.
Harikeça: So then gradually it will become the varëäçrama, with the one central head.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: So we don't try to make a revolutionary system.
Prabhupäda: This is revolution.

Harikeça: We try to just make them Kåñëa conscious, then it's automatic revolution.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Peaceful revolution. Other revolution will not stand. [break] (in car) ...perfect philosophy.

Harikeça: Your method is also the perfect method, the books in the colleges and libraries, educated people and... Wonderful. Actually, you have set everything up to do this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everything is spoken by Kåñëa. I am simply putting them for modern man's understanding. That's all.

Harikeça: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Because they cannot understand, they think, "Dogmatic." It is not dogmatic. Most scientific.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they're all dull-brained. Satisfied with a few scraps, work like dogs. Would you like to walk here, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Where?

Puñöa Kåñëa: This place is okay?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's very close to the temple.

Harikeça: Nobody plays golf that early in the morning?

Prabhupäda: [break]...they have to manage, and the vaiçyas will produce (ED: on the basis of cow and bull protection), and brähmaëa will give the brain. Then the society will be peace... 

And at the present moment these çüdras, they are, by artificial votes, they are becoming the brain of the society. How it can be happy? The rascals, they are voted to the legislative assembly, and they are passing every day law which is never perfect. This is going on.
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[break] Apollo airship, thousands of technologists and scientists were engaged to make this Apollo, and it burst out. So they have no foreseeing power that it will burst out. At that time they began to pray to God.

Gopäla Kåñëa: I think President Ford said, "Every American should pray to God."

Prabhupäda: Why?

Gopäla Kåñëa: When that Apollo thing, it was burst, he said. He said we should all pray to God.

Prabhupäda: Why God? Why not scientist ? (laughter) Pray to scientist. Why the order was for God, not for the scientist? Churchill also, when the war condition was very, very severe—they were going to be finished—then he asked everyone to go to church and pray. That "V"? "V"? Victory: "For victory, go and pray."

Harikeça: Well, they were thinking God was on their side.

Prabhupäda: Yes, but they are thinking of God but in a different way, that "God is my order supplier. God is not to be worshiped, but He has to supply as I order." That's all. [break]

Brahmänanda: ...this book written by one priest during the war. The name of the book was Somebody Up There Likes Me, referring to God.

Prabhupäda: Still, he did not dare to utter the name of God.

Brahmänanda: No, he said "somebody."

Prabhupäda: "Somebody."

Brahmänanda: "Somebody Up There Likes Me."

Prabhupäda: As soon as he had written "God likes me," nobody would purchase the book. (laughter) Nobody would. He is clever—"Somebody."

Harikeça: One devotee asked me, "If the scientists don't know anything about the universe, then how is it they can predict exactly when there is going to be an eclipse of the sun or the moon for hundreds of years in advance?"

Prabhupäda: That is very preliminary knowledge. That is not... Just like you can predict that after two months there will be winter. That does not mean that you are very advanced scientist. (laughter) Any child can say. The rascal predicted that there is some comet, and it never appeared. He did. So therefore they are rascals. What is already scheduled, everyone knows. He can say that. [break] ...story about Kali däsa. Kali däsa was such a fool. It is a long story. It will take time. So he was sitting on a branch of a tree and cutting. So some intelligent man came, was passing: "Oh, you rascal, you'll fall down." So he did not care. He would go on. And when he actually fell down, he, "Oh, you are so nice astrologer." What is astrology? It is a common sense. If I say, "At six o'clock in the evening there will be no sun," (laughter) is that astrology? Even it is astrology, this astrology is known to everyone. Hare Kåñëa. 
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Prabhupäda:...and not getting sufficient milk, their growth is checked. This is kaläkendra.

Harikeça: They have powdered milk.

Prabhupäda: That is simply cheating, powdered milk. It is white water, that's all. Powdered milk means white water. It has no value.
Haàsadüta: In Moscow too, Anand Shanti, he was telling. When we were there we wanted to buy milk, and they had milk in bottles, but he told me, he said, "This is not milk." He said "First they dehydrate it, make it to powder. Then they again add water and put it in the bottle, because in this way they can keep it a long time." So we couldn't find any real milk even in Moscow, the biggest city in the country.

Prabhupäda: I think Moscow they have milk and butter.

Haàsadüta: At least when I was there we couldn't find any.

Prabhupäda: Oh, then finished. All cows finished, cutting throat.

Haàsadüta: Butter they have, but it's not very good quality.

Prabhupäda: Hm. Adulterate. I thought at least they have got little milk and butter, but that is also finished. [break]

Tejäs: ...the milkman tries to bring the cow to the äçrama, they arrest the milkman. They take his cow away from him. They don't even allow that they can bring the cow to the people any more. They seized. He lost one cow. He has to sneak the cow down the back alley so that they can bring some cow fodder in. [break]

Prabhupäda:...zation will collapse very soon, all over the world. 

It will collapse.
Either you may bring this ism or that ism, this civilization will collapse.

People will become mad, being harassed in so many ways.

When one is harassed in so many problems, he commits suicide.

So that position is coming.
Haàsadüta: Or he starts a war.

Prabhupäda: Yes. When the government cannot adjust, they start a war. (end)

Morning Walk --                         November 30, 1975, Delhi

Prabhupäda: Paraà gatim. They do not take instruction from the çästra; therefore everything is failure.

Harikeça: Nobody seems very happy in Delhi.

Prabhupäda: Neither in U.S.A. (laughter)

Gopäla Kåñëa: No one is happy in the material world.

Ambaréña: In America there is much more violence than there is here.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gopäla Kåñëa: I read in the papers yesterday that the crime rate has gone up in United States.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That must. If everyone is a criminal, so how the crime rate can decrease?

Harikeça: Everybody cheats as much as possible, on income tax and everything.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Even President Nixon had cheated on his income tax return, but they caught him later on.

Prabhupäda: No, it is not cheating. It is... The income tax department is a cheating department, so everyone tries to avoid this cheating department. That's it.

Ambaréña: Yes. People hire lawyers, very expensive lawyers, just to find loopholes in their tax statements.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The cheating begins from the government. They are giving some paper and asking people, "Here is ten thousand dollars." This is cheating. "I promise to pay." But when the government is failure, where is the promise? Who pays? This is cheating.

Harikeça: During the Depression that happened. People lined up for miles. During the Depression in America people lined up for miles outside of the bank, and the bank couldn't give them any money. And even if they had money, it wouldn't buy anything.

Prabhupäda: That's it.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Previously the governments all over the world would guarantee that for behind every currency there was certain amount of gold.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gopäla Kåñëa: So if you went and gave that...

Prabhupäda: Forty percent.

Gopäla Kåñëa: But now it's no more. Now if you go with that currency the government won't give you gold. They've reduced the gold backing behind the currency now. Every day they're reducing because when they want money they just print more notes.

Prabhupäda: And you cannot hold gold also. That is illegal. Somehow or other, even if you secure gold, you cannot keep it.

Gopäla Kåñëa: There's that restriction in India, I think.

Ambaréña: Now in the United States you can buy gold. They made it legal.

Harikeça: But limited quantity.

Gopäla Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: How they can worship? The worship is done by devotee. Unless you create devotee, where is the question of worshiping? Without devotee it is idol worship. There is no life. And without life, how can you pull on artificially? Apräëasya hi dehasya mandanam loka-raïjanam. 

Morning Walk                December 18, 1975, Bombay

Dr. Patel: This war, last, second war was so horrible, and the third will perhaps be finishing the whole cosmos.

Prabhupäda: That war is always there. But still they remain two-legged animals. It requires education.

Morning Walk                  January 19, 1976, Mäyäpur

Indian man: Well, in the villages there are many poor peoples who are landless, so they are cultivating the land.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Some of them are cultivating. Others are going to the city to be...

Indian man: So now everybody will go. When the rich people will take their land they have to go. They will say, "How we can live with the small land," so they will move.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, why they should not try to be rich? If the rich man exploits them, that "You work in our land and take some salary," why they will work for that? They will go to the factory, will get more salary. This way Indira Gandhi cannot solve the poverty problem. They must take to Kåñëa consciousness. Just like these soldiers, they for twenty years, simply eating and sleeping, and they are not engaged in cultivating-useless waste of time—and government has to maintain in big cantonment, big, big house, big, nice food, nice.... This is going on. Why the soldiers are maintained? It is waste of energy. They should have been engaged in tilling. Formerly the kings would give them free land. "You make your fortune—but on condition: when there is fight, you have to join." That was very easy. He possessed so much land, and he worked hard, and he got riches. Unless.... "Proprietorship turns sand into gold." Unless there is proprietorship, it cannot be. (Ed: for Ksatriyas and Vaisyas) So therefore kñatriyas, they were given land: "You take land as much as you like and produce but on condition that when there is war you have to join."

Tamäla Kåñëa: In Europe that was the system also.

Prabhupäda: Everywhere that was the system. That is called.... What is called?

Harikesa: Feudalism?

Prabhupäda: Feudalism, yes. What is this nonsense, maintaining so many idle men without any profit? Very, very bad system. And nowadays especially, when there is atomic energy, what is the value of the soldiers?

Harikesa: We need the soldiers to start.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Harikesa: The soldiers, they start the war. One stands on one side, the other stands on the other side, and there's one shot, one shot, ten shots, ten shots, then mortars, then tanks, then atom bombs.

Prabhupäda: No, why this is? If you have improved scientifically, let two, three scientists keep flying and the handy atom bomb. As soon as war starts, "plum," finished.

Harikesa: They have that also.

Prabhupäda: Then.... Why also? That should be the only. It is waste of time. What kind of scientists they are? If you have actually improved in science for killing others by atom bomb, so keep one atom bomb very carefully. Fly in the sky. And as soon as the war-world, "plum." Finished.

Harikesa: Well, then the other will just send some boats over, and all the men will get out while they're flying in the sky, and they'll just take over the country by manual soldiers.

Prabhupäda: No. As soon as atom bomb is..., everything is finished. There will be no opportunity. That is their thinking, "Who will drop the atom bomb first, he will be winner." That's all. In Russia they are adopting this means. They are releasing all the soldiers for other work. What is the use of keeping so many men idle without any work and maintain them, high salary, occupy big, big cantonment camps?

Harikesa: In America the army builds roads and bridges and things.

Prabhupäda: That's utilization. Why they should be paid for nothing?

Indian man: The small farmers who has a few acres of land, they are selling to a party, and they are getting a money. They knew that "After two or three years we will pose our set-up to the government that 'We are landless,' and the government will give us some money."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Indian man: "We will get the money now and we will also get the land."

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Same way, these people in Madras, the poor people living on the street, so the government gives them the house. Then they take the house and rent it and live...

Prabhupäda: In Bombay also they do that.

Indian man: Still gutter, and charge. When we were looking at land in Kurukñetra so then I found it. The people there are ready to sell it immediately to get the money. Then they will pose to the government that "We are landless," so the government will give them land again.

Prabhupäda: And then the land which he purchased now, that will take away.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And given back to them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Simply cheating. That's all. What is called? Bhrama-pramäda-vipralipsä. Everyone is trying to cheat others, and that is the criterion of intelligence, "How I can cheat you, how you can cheat me." This is going on. That is the nature of the conditioned souls. 

Morning Walk                        February 6, 1976, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: The living entity is victimized, and in this life you can adventure to conquer over it. This is human life. The cats and dogs, they cannot fight with mäyä, but a human being, he can fight. So if we don't fight, we don't take that adventure, then we remain cats and dogs. The cats and dogs, they fight amongst themselves but not with the mäyä. So aborigines, although they have got features of human being, they are no more than the cats and dogs. So they also fight amongst themselves. They do not know that the fighting spirit should be utilized to declare war against mäyä. That is possible in human life. Athäto brahma jijïäsä. This fighting is philosophy. "What is the ultimate cause? What is Brahman? What I am?" Fighting against darkness, sleeping. Kota nidrä jäo mäyä-piçäcéra kole. Everyone is sleeping on the lap of mäyä. Now, this human form of life is not for sleeping but for awakening and fight with mäyä. That is human life. [

Morning Walk February 12, 1976, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: ...I am your friend, I am God, so you sleep, I shall do everything. In Russia like that. When Arjuna refused to fight He chastised him like anything. What is the anärya-juñöam? He's just like non-Aryans, talking foolish. People should clearly understand that we don't encourage laziness. We never encourage. According to your capacity, guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13], you must work. Çaréra yäträpi te na prasiddhyed akarmaëaù, Kåñëa says, "By not working, even if you cannot put on your body and soul together." Kåñëa says like that.

Dayänanda: Isn't laziness one of the demonic qualities, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: It is less than demonic. Demonic qualities, they have some activity and laziness is ignorance, darkness. Therefore too much sleeping is very, very bad. That is another part of laziness. Nidrähära-vihärakädi-vijitau **, one has to conquer over this sleeping and laziness. Eating, nidrä, ahära, vihära, sense gratification, vihära means sense gratification. One has to minimize these things up to the point of nil, that is perfect. When there is no more sleeping, no more eating, no more mating, and no more fearing, that is perfection of spiritual life. And that is not possible, but as much as possible. [break] ...they cannot sleep more that the culture (?) is very great gain, profit.

Hådayänanda: Consider a rich man. A rich man can sleep, a poor man must work.             Prabhupäda: Oh.

Hådayänanda: They're always making agitation to reduce what they call the work week. Formerly they were working so many hours per week, now they want to reduce it down to forty, thirty, twenty hours per week.

Prabhupäda: So why they're inventing machine? Machine means no work.

Hådayänanda: They think this is progress, everyone can lie down and the machines will work.

Prabhupäda: Yes, machine, inventing machine means one machine can work for fifty men. The banks are using this, what is that, computer?

Hådayänanda: Yes, everyone is using computers.
Prabhupäda: To save money. Machine means unemployment for many. Tractor, they're using, they're unemployment for bulls and plowmen and then they, bulls have to be killed. This is going on. Unemployment, then kill them. Vietnam, send all the men to fight and kill them. As soon as there is overpopulation, they declare war so that people may be killed.

Morning Walk                     April 17, 1976, Bombay 

Prabhupäda: The Duryodhana party, and we are Päëòu's party. So there must be war always, fighting. And they'll be smashed. Hådayäni vya... You know that? "Breaking the heart of the Dhärtaräñöra." So we have to make preaching in such a way to break the heart of this Dhåtaräñöra company.
Dayänanda: Dhärtaräñörän vyadärayat.

Prabhupäda: Ah, vyadärayat. Then it will be preaching.
Dr. Patel: But the way the modern civilized nations are exploiting the resources of the world, another fifty years there will be no resources left, and civilization automatically will die out.

Prabhupäda: Wars. The occasional war, pestilence, famine, that's all.

Dr. Patel: Even there is no war, sir, or no pestilence, the population...

Prabhupäda: There will be war. Because you are dissatisfied, I am dissatisfied, on some little provocation we fight. Nobody is happy. I have seen in Allahabad. Little provocation, two brothers fought so much, one brother was killed immediately. Then, when he was ordered to be hanged, his father appealed that "I am the father. One son I have already lost. If he is hanged, then my.... You hang me, my good man(?)." Then he excused him and he actually was.... Upon the father's appeal. I have seen it.

Dr. Patel: Reality. I was trying to say that word, reality. Äsuraà bhävam äçritaù [Bg. 7.15]. But today the whole world is practically asura.

Prabhupäda: Yes. [break] ...is a word declared to the asuras. You see? Therefore everyone is our enemy. Nobody likes us, because a declaration of war against the asura... And we are fighting with some tiny soldiers, that's all. And they are very strong.

Room Conversation                 April 20, 1976, Melbourne

Carol Jarvis: Why.... Why would you want to stop nature's law acting in its natural way?

Prabhupäda: Because I don't want to be old man, but I am being forced. Therefore I want to stop this force of the nature. That is my natural inclination.

Carol Jarvis: Isn't it also your natural.... Isn't it natural to...

Prabhupäda: It is struggle. Struggle means.... Struggle for existence means there is something against my will, and I want to stop it. This is called struggle for existence. And that is.... The whole world is going on, that.... They have started that United Nation. Why United Nation? You remain.... But they are trying to stop war. "Let us struggle unitedly." So that is going on. You don't want war, but the war is inevitable. Even the United Nation is there, still war is going on. That is struggle. So, but they are not coming to the point of understanding that "We are trying so much, so hard, to become happy, but nature is not allowing me." This is real intelligence. And that is Kåñëa consciousness. Athäto brahma jijïäsä. If we remain dull—"Let the nature's law act upon me as it likes"—and we go on struggling to stop it, it will never stop, because nature's law is so powerful. You can never stop it.

Morning Walk                  April 21, 1976, Melbourne

Guru-kåpä: Like my father is very sinful, but he would always say, "The good Lord is protecting me." He would always say, "God, God," but he never would follow anything. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...wars? Why...? Why the God does not stop the wars? And they are so much afraid of war. What is the answer?

Guru-kåpä: Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma yad indriya-prétaya äpåëoti [SB 5.5.4]. They are mad for sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: No.... That is all right, but God.... Your father says Lord will protect, but when there is atomic bomb, why He does not protect?

Guru-kåpä: Well, up to now He's protected.

Prabhupäda: He is protected. Others are not protected. So his term has not yet come. But what is the answer, that "Lord has become your obedient servant to protect. And when He does not?" Actually He does not. The.... In Europe they are very, very much afraid of war, next war. You know that? It becomes a terrible fright for them. Therefore war was not declared. They are very much frightened. They have suffered two big world wars. So why the God did not protect them? [break] ...cow dung philosophy. Cow dung philosophy you know? That one cow dung is just passed through, and the other cow dung is being burned. So this cow dung is laughing, "Oh, you are burned." (laughter) He does not know that when the.... She will be burned. She will be dried up; she will be burned. So your father's logic is like that, "I am protected," laughing at the death of others. Cow dung philosophy.

Guru-kåpä: I wouldn't even give him cow dung. Too good for him. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...gobar hase(?). Gobar means just fresh cow dung. And she is laughing. And the dry cow dung, he is burning. Bhute pare gobar hase(?). This.... This little logic is very good.

Devotee (1): Some people think, "I will never grow old and die."

Prabhupäda: Kim äçcäryam ataù param.

ahany ahani lokäni gacchanti yama-mandiram çeñaù sthitam icchanti kim äçcäryam ataù param

That is the eighth wonder. [break]

Guru-kåpä: ...yesterday that in India even a simple village man, he has no material affluence, and still he can understand he is not this body. But here they are big, big learned philosophers and they cannot understand the first thing.

Prabhupäda: But how they received, eh? You were present. They came to receive: "Oh, it is our great fortune you have come." And in your country, it is trespassing.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That was when we were in the field in Våndävana.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Very poor farmers came up very nicely to greet Prabhupäda.

Devotee (1): Western people want to think they're the body. Otherwise how can they enjoy all their technology?

Prabhupäda: Hm? What is that?

Devotee (1): They want to think they're the body. They don't want to hear that "I'm not the body," because if they're not in illusion, they can't try and enjoy so much the things of the West.

Prabhupäda: That means foolish, less intelligent.

Guru-kåpä: We are walking across everyone's field to go the river, and they are saying, "Haribol!"

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guru-kåpä: Here they are coming with dogs.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Fences.

Guru-kåpä: Especially if it's a devotee, they'll be more eager to shoot.

Prabhupäda: [break] ...foreign or this, a small river. [break]

Devotee (2): 1717. Captain Cook.

Guru-kåpä: He's the same one that went to Hawaii.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Guru-kåpä: You know, and they never saw a white man there before. So the natives there in Hawaii were very enamored to see such a big white man, so they took him as God, and they were worshiping him. And one day...

Prabhupäda: Captain Cook?

Guru-kåpä: Yes. And one day he was walking across the rocks and he hit his foot on a rock and he began to bleed. When they saw the blood, they said, "He is not a God. He is just like us." So they killed him and ate him.

Prabhupäda: Oh, oh. Killed him?

Guru-kåpä: Yeah, they killed him and ate him.

Prabhupäda: Äcchä?

Guru-kåpä: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: He was eaten?

Guru-kåpä: Yes. (laughter) He was taking advantage of their ignorance. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...these original Hawaiians, they were man-eaters.

Guru-kåpä: Yes.

Devotee (1): No, they weren't. They just ate him. He had been there a couple of times, so they became suspicious when he came back. He had been exploiting them. [break]

Guru-kåpä: ...were so worried, but this country is so big, and there's only twelve million people. More people live in New York City than in this whole country. And they say "overpopulation."

Prabhupäda: They would not allow.

Guru-kåpä: Yes, they don't allow.

Devotee (3): They have the "white Australia policy." [break]

Prabhupäda: ...Chinese man, Indians, they will come in large number. But they will not allow. That is the difficulty.

Guru-kåpä: There's more cows in this country than people.

Prabhupäda: They are killing?

Guru-kåpä: They are eating them.

Prabhupäda: And other countries, they are starving for want of milk. Therefore I say the United Nation simply barking dogs. What is the value if they cannot adjust? United Nation, all the nations should take advantage all the facilities offered, but that they will not allow. And they are named, "United." Just see. Farce.

Devotee (1): In New Zealand they have a hundred million tons of surplus milk powder, and they can't sell it, so they decided to feed it to the pigs. They could send it all over the world.

Prabhupäda: Why not take it free and send it to India? [break] ...of the world. Everything is sufficiently there, but still, some are starving and some are enjoying for want of Kåñëa consciousness.

Guru-kåpä: The rascals, they try to blame everything on Kåñëa by saying, "Why is Kåñëa letting people starve?"

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is giving them sufficient. They are mismanaging. Still, Kåñëa is still bad. Envious. Kåñëa created this earth. Did He say, "This is for the Australians. This is for the Americans"? Did He say? Why you are keeping so much land as "Australia"? That is also Kåñëa's fault? Australia was never given to the Englishmen. They came and they, by force they took it. So similarly America, the land was there.

Devotee (3): They call this colonization, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Whatever you may call, there are thieves, rogues and thieves. That's all.
Devotee (3): Exploiting.

Guru-kåpä: Now they're dividing up the booty, fighting over it.

Prabhupäda: That story, that some thieves stolen. Now, when they are dividing, they say, "Please honestly, religious divide." The things are stolen, and now it is to be divided religiously. The foundation of the thing is stealing, and they are dividing in.... Now they are making laws, morality.

Devotee (1): They have a saying, "Honor among thieves."

Prabhupäda: Yes. [break] This has been named by father, kaitava, simply cheating. Dharmaù projjhita-kaitavo 'tra [SB 1.1.2]. The duplicity, hypocrisy, is there completely rejected.

Guru-kåpä: Kåñëa is a better cheater, though. He will cheat them in the end.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is not cheater. The Kåñëa's energy is so powerful that anyone who is a cheater, he will be cheated, that's all, automatically. [break] If you infect some disease, you'll have to suffer, automatically. It is not that the disease has to be injected. No. Because you have infected, you'll suffer. The same law is there. You have done this sinful. You'll suffer that. That is the cycle of birth and death. You have created mentality. You'll become the same animal, and you suffer. Käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya [Bg. 13.22]. [break] 

Guru-kåpä: Things are to stop their farms.

Prabhupäda: I think so. They have gone deliberately. We are against cow-killing, so if the movement increases, then their cow-killing may be jeopardized.

Guru-kåpä: Then they'd have to close many farms. On the grounds that milk causes hepatitis...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guru-kåpä: ...they'd have to close many farms. ..

Prabhupäda: One thing immediately inform Rämeçvara. In the Bhagavad-gétä yesterday they have edited "cattle-raising." But not cattle-raising. Cattle-raising means to grow and killing. That is the.... Means the rascals, they have edited.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yeah, and we're.... (interference)

Prabhupäda: And "protection of cows," clearly.

Guru-kåpä: Chapter Eighteen, Bhagavad-gétä, that the vaiçyas work...     

Puñöa Kåñëa: Oh, kåñi-go-rakñya.

Prabhupäda: Ah, kåñi-go-rakñya. Immediately inform them.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Okay. I noticed that also. I thought it was strange, some time back. [break]

Prabhupäda: Hayagréva edited. He thought, "cattle-raising." Not "cattle-raising," but the word.... There.... It is mistranslation. It is go-rakñya, "giving protection to the cows." Especially mentioned, go-rakñya, not otherwise. The animal-eaters may take other animals, but not cow. They can take the pig, goats, lambs, rabbits, so many others, if they at all want to eat meat, birds, these so many. There is no such mention that "Animals should be protected," no. "Cows should be protected." That is Kåñëa's order. [break] They have decided to kill the cow. They have decided, "No brain. Eat." And our prayer is go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca, "to do good to the brähmaëas and the cows." Actually it is revolutionary to the modern age. But how it is possible we say otherwise?

Room Conversation                  April 22, 1976, Melbourne

So if we do not take advantage of this human form of life and try to understand ourself and God, then we are simply cats and dogs. That is going on. We are fighting like cats and dogs. And before the Englishman came in Australia, Australia was property of somebody else. And now you have captured Australia, you are barking, "Why you have come, Indian, here?" What is this civilization? Hm? 

You have taken illegally from others, and now you have become proprietor. 

You are barking like dog, "Why you have come here?" What is this civilization? The civilization is.... All land belongs to God. We are sons of God. We can go anywhere, everywhere. It is father's property. That is Kåñëa conscious. If we take it like that—the United Nation passed a resolution, "The whole world belongs to the whole human society"—then there is no fight, immediately. But that they'll not do. The dog's quality. And they are fighting always. What benefit you have derived from the United Nation except this big, big barking? That's all. What benefit you have got? The purpose of United Nation was to stop war. Has war stopped? Then what is the use of barking? You could not achieve. Formerly you started League of Nation, after the Second...      

Devotee (3): First World War.

Prabhupäda: First World War, yes. That was futile. Again you have started United Nation. Where is the benefit? There cannot be benefit. If you keep the dogs as dog, you bring them, "You Australian dog, come here, and American dog, come here, and European dog, come here. Live peacefully," will they live peacefully? So if you keep the human society as cats and dogs, how can you expect peace? They must be human being. Then there will be peace. So this is the training how to make human being, this Kåñëa consciousness. Now these boys, they are also Europeans, Americans. They are coming from respectable, very educated.... They'll never ask for a chair. "Sit down. That's all." The necessities of life, artificial necessities, reduced, and time is saved for understanding the value of life. Without motorcar your life will not be spoiled. You can walk. But without Kåñëa consciousness your life is spoiled. So how.... We recommend that "First of all understand yourself." Athäto brahma jijïäsä. This is your prime business. And so far necessities of body, that can be done according to the circumstances. So if we simply waste our time for increasing unnecessary necessities of life and do not try to understand the value of life, then we remain animal.

So the Bhagavad-gétä is like that. Vedic knowledge is like that. You receive any type of knowledge you want to get. That is called Veda. Veda means knowledge. Knowledge means of anything. That is knowledge. So everything is there. You'll find social, political.... This fighting is political. So in politics sometimes war is necessary. You cannot avoid it when there is politics. That is the whole history, and politics are never settled up without war. There is no history. When you come to the political platform, war is necessary. In logic it is called argumentum vaculum, that when a man is not accepting reasoning, then there must be stick. It is like that. When there are two parties—there is some disagreement—so one is not reasonable, then there must be stick. That is war. Just like animal. The animal cannot understand reasoning, so you have to take the stick. Then the animal will agree. If a dog entering room, you don't want him in, so you say, "Dog, don't enter." He'll not hear. And if you show a stick, it will go away. So for the dogs, for the animals, stick is required. That is war. And there is logic. You know this, argumentum vaculum. In logic there is. So when logic fails, you have to take to war. Not whimsically. You try to avoid war. And when the other party does not agree to logic, then there must be fight. So that is also necessary because all men are not abiding by logic. So everything is necessary if it used for good purpose. Just like surgical operation. The patient is crying, "Don't operate me, surgical." So it is necessary. Otherwise he'll not be cured. So war is not always bad. War is meant for good purpose. But if you use it.... Everything you can use for bad purpose. That is another thing, another side. But don't think that war is itself always bad, no.

Garden Conversation               June 10, 1976, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: In 1942 I have seen when war was going on, so, these Britishers wanted soldiers, so they created artificial famine. The people became in need of money, so they enrolled them as soldiers. I have seen it. There was no other way to get money to get commodities at higher price. Artificial famine. There was no food grains available, but black market it is available. Black market means more price, but they had no money. So to get this money, they enrolled as soldiers. This was Mr. Churchill's policy.

Prabhupäda: Very, very congested. Always thousands and thousands of men. If there is any such bomb explosion.... Life is becoming more and more insecure. The advancement of civilization is no relief for these other problems.

Hådayänanda: Prahläda Mahäräja has said that their solution is bringing more problem.

Prabhupäda: Yes. In order to solve one problem, more problems.
Dr. Wolfe: Prabhupäda, am I right when I say the only solution is a change of consciousness?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is real solution. 

Morning Walk                           June 11, 1976, Los Angeles

Rämeçvara: You said they have developed so many different weapons, so they must use them.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: They will not waste their time making nuclear bombs and so on without using them.

Prabhupäda: That means it is ordained by God that "You have manufactured this, and use it for your destruction." That is nature's way. Film companies, these are?

Hari-çauri: Twentieth Century Fox. It is a very well known film company.

Rämeçvara: Movie company. This is that park where we sometimes go. When they have this war it will reduce everything, just finish off all the industries and factories. So everything will be reduced to a primitive stage.

Prabhupäda: No, they will again repair.
Rämeçvara: Again rebuild everything.

Prabhupäda: In Germany.... Just like Germany was finished. The American planes bombed in such a way that Germany was finished, very heavily bombed. One lady in Hamburg, she was showing me one wall, big wall building dismantled, and it has become black on account of bombing. She was showing me how far injustice they have been done.

Rämeçvara: So then after the war, nothing will change. System of government, the industries, everything will just be rebuilt.

Prabhupäda: They'll try at least. Just like after the Second World War, Germany or England finished. They could not recoup. They are now poverty-stricken.

Rämeçvara: Germany?

Prabhupäda: Germany is little recouped, but England is finished. Therefore I say India got independence not due to Gandhi. It is due to Hitler. That is my opinion. I have got reason. The Hitler fighting with England made them smashed, so their political power became nil almost, and on this opportunity, Hitler helped Subash Chandra Bose, one of the leaders of India, to organize Indian National Army. This Indian National Army, when attacked, at least made a show of attack from Imphala(?), especially on Calcutta dropped bombs, and the whole Calcutta became vacant. Perhaps myself and a few others remained. I sent my sons.... Of course, daughter was married, but they sent to Navadvépa, Çrédhara Mahäräja's äçrama. My wife refused to go out of Calcutta. She said, "I'll be bombed maybe, but I'll not go out." (laughs) So I had to remain in Calcutta. So I've seen bombing and Calcutta all vacant. And one day I was eating in the evening, at night—immediately bombing. Kachori... I was hungry, (laughs) but the eating finished.

Hari-çauri: It was bombed frequently, or just once or twice?

Prabhupäda: Almost daily. But it was meant for bombing the European quarters. So when the Britishers saw that "Now this Subash Bose has organized I.N.A...." I.N.A. was organized by Subash Chandra Bose. Outside India, all the Indians, they contributed money, especially from Singapore. Singapore, Hong Kong, this side..., all the Indians, they contribute sufficiently. And he got men from the fighting Indians soldiers. The Britishers, they were fighting with Indian soldiers, with Germany and Japan and others. So the contract with Hitler and Subash Bose was this, that "All the Indian soldiers which you arrest in the war, please give me them. Then I shall organize." So the soldiers, when they understood they're being arrested—"We shall go to Indian side"—they voluntarily surrendered. So Hitler, all others, Hitler and Japan, Tojo, arrest them and give it to Subash Chandra Bose, and he was organizing in Singapore.

Hari-çauri: He had a large army?

Prabhupäda: Large or small, whatever; there was. But England had no soldiers. Whatever they did—fight—with the Indian soldiers, Gurkha and Sikh. Indian money, Indian soldiers, everything Indian—they were fighting. So when the Britishers saw that "The nationalism has come amongst the soldiers. It is not possible to maintain the Empire," they voluntarily gave indepen.... "Better give us good relations, and our business.... Make some agreement. But before departing, make them weak and divide Pakistan and India."

Rämeçvara: That the British arranged.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because they are doing these things all in.... Wales.... What is called? Ireland, Germany. That is their business: divide and rule. Before leaving India, immediately they partitioned. Burma was Indian. Ceylon was Indian. So they had already divided.

Hari-çauri: Made them all into separate states.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (japa) Now England is finished. There are aristocrat type statues now rolling on the ground. Who takes care? Their, their Lennon? Lennon, John Lennon and George Harrison, they are purchasing big, big palaces. (japa)

Hari-çauri: All the aristocracy, they just go out to work like anyone else.

Prabhupäda: The lords are roaming on the street. I have seen many lords. They're ordinary.... Even they haven't got car. The Queen also, just like ordinary, common man. Royal family.

Rämeçvara: One day America will be poor like that also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Luxury leads to poverty. When the American becomes too much luxurious, they'll not be able to defend their country. Then it will be finished.

Rämeçvara: That is the fear even now, that America has lost their fighting spirit against the Communists.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, yes. Yes. Vietnam. It is proof. When the Vietnam is attacked, American soldiers, they began to fly, flee away, became afraid. Naturally. They were not soldiers. They have no fighting spirit. By force they have been made soldiers. Let them take to Kåñëa consciousness. America will be saved. (japa)

Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, you said yesterday, or a few days ago, that this movement will go on unimpeded for ten thousand years, so...

Prabhupäda: Yes, provided we keep it uncontaminated. You should take this opportunity.
Rämeçvara: So after ten years we have gotten so many devotees and so many houses, so I can't imagine how big this movement will be after ten thousand years.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You'll get the government.

Rämeçvara: The whole world will be delivered?

Prabhupäda: Yad yad äcarati çreñöhaù [Bg. 3.21]. America will be the best; people will follow. They are already following-skyscraper building, that's all. Any nation in the world, they are all aspiring to have skyscraper buildings. India has done? In Bombay?

Rämeçvara: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Full of skyscraper buildings. Now they are thinking this is opulence, skyscraper building. When you are giving it up, no more skyscraper building, the others are imitating. Just like in this quarter you cannot construct skyscraper building. They don't want it. Now others are imitating: "Let us have skyscraper building like America." (japa)

Interview with Jackie Vaughn (Black Congressman)         July 12, 1976, Detroit

Prabhupäda: That means whatever we do, we do in ignorance. You do not know what is the first thing or what to do first. That we are correcting. Here is the first thing. Pour water in the root.

Jackie Vaughn: Right.

Prabhupäda: We are correcting-Kåñëa, or God, then everything will be all right. Otherwise failure. Now you American people you write, "In God We Trust." But if I ask you "What is God?" you cannot reply. Then how do you trust in God? Blindly. If we trust in God, we must know that God is actually the only trustworthy person. Then if I put my trust in Him, that is sensible. But if I do not know what is God, no idea, and if we simply write, "In God We Trust," what is this? This is slogan. But actually people are becoming godless. In schools, colleges, they are prohibiting, "Don't talk of God." Do they not?

Jayatértha: That's a fact.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And in the bills they are writing the.... Why this hypocrisy? Why this hypocrisy? In the schools, colleges, you are forbidding, "Don't talk of God," and on the bills you are writing, "In God We Trust." That means if the bill is not paid, don't be dissatisfied, you trust in God. (laughs) Although I'm giving you a piece of paper, don't hesitate to take it. Trust in God, it will be paid. They write, "I promise to pay," but people may not have faith in this word. Actually, I'm paying you hundred rupees—or a thousand rupees-worth currency note, but actually it is paper. But only on faith and trust I'm accepting it, it is one thousand dollars. That much. In last war, the Germany, marks note were thrown in the street. And the bunch of note, taken to the confectioner, "Give me a piece of bread," There is no bread; they throw away. It happened, actually. So these notes are accepted on the understanding that the government will pay. But time may be there when government may be not able to pay. And it has become practically experienced in the last war. So everything should be done scientifically. If we say that in God we trust, then we must know what is God, whether actually we can put our faith and trust in Him, whether He is trustworthy, what is that God. This science should be introduced. There is science; we are preaching that science. Our Kåñëa consciousness movement means to teach Kåñëa science, science of Kåñëa, science of God. So the government should take up, American government, and cooperate with us. Teach the people the science of God. Then it will be a great, benevolent welfare activity. Simply giving their money to the poor, to the needy, will not help them.

Jackie Vaughn: That's an immediate need, and...

Prabhupäda: Immediate, you can think like that, but there is no benefit, immediate or belated. There is no actual benefit. The unmarried girls are given this welfare, what is called?

Jackie Vaughn: Welfare.

Prabhupäda: But still they are killing their children. Becoming more and more involved in sinful activities.

Jackie Vaughn: As a lawmaker, I would like to change that whole, what we call, vicious cycle.

Prabhupäda: You can change, but if you do not change for the real good, then time will come, another change, another change. That is going on. Just like in Russia they wanted to change. They brought in revolution. But what is changed? They are still begging grains from America. So what is the use of that change? If you have to beg from other country for your food, then what is the benefit of such change? So this is going on. One thing established, and again it is changed. That is described in the çästra: punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. Chewing the chewed. Just like sugarcane. One has taken the juice by chewing and thrown it in the street, and somebody again takes it and chew it, what he will get it? It is already chewed. Experiment. So all, everything has been experimented. Big, big empires, big, big society, big, big nation. That Hitler, he wanted to make something big. Napoleon wanted to make something big. Nothing big has been done. Where is Napoleon? Where is Hitler? So these are all temporary attempts. It is sure to be failure. Because they do not know how to do things. That is the defect. They are simply imagining, concoction. Here is a practical and sure proposal in the Bhagavad-gétä. God comes and He's giving personal instruction, that "Do things like this." Your economic problem, your political problem, your social problem, everything.... You ask any question, any problem, the answer is there, perfect. All problems. Why people should not take this perfect answer to all problems? That is intelligence. Experiment we have made so many materially. They have all failed. We were under British rule. So where is that British rule now? And before that, there was Roman Empire, Carthagian Empire, Egyptian Empire, so many, Mogul Empire, then British Empire, now your American Empire. But these things will not help.

Jackie Vaughn: Every one of our presidential candidates is continuing to talk in the same vein, promising and promising all of a temporary nature of solution to our problems.

Prabhupäda: No. Solution is here, Kåñëa consciousness movement. You take this movement after studying it scrutinizingly. You'll find: "Yes, this is the only movement for solution of all problems."

Jackie Vaughn: I think we go back to what you said at the beginning. We trust primarily in the dollar, "In God We Trust."

Prabhupäda: That is only slogan.

Jackie Vaughn: Yeah, right.

Prabhupäda: But if we trust somebody when we know: "Yes, he is trustworthy," that is better. Blindly trusting may not endure. But knowingly trust, that will be beneficial.

Jackie Vaughn: As a lawmaker for the State of Michigan, every day I'm struggling. I know what you're saying. I would like to. And then my surrounding is what they call much more practical.

Prabhupäda: No, it is also practical. We do not propose anything which is impractical.
Jackie Vaughn: But it's so...

Prabhupäda: What do you think in our movement is impractical? I have given you a practical example that you are paying so much money to the suffering women, especially who have got children but no husband. So, but what is the result? They're not satisfied. They're still committing sinful activities. So the money, giving money, we're giving, is no solution. That is practical. And here, the same girl, I do not give her any money, but by Kåñëa consciousness, they're satisfied. It is practical. So therefore people should be enlightened with Kåñëa consciousness. Then problems will be solved. Otherwise, even you give him some money, that money will be spent and no satisfaction. This is failure. Our monetary problem.... Actually, we have no monetary problem. Kåñëa has given us money. Our expenditure is more than, I think, two hundred thousand dollars daily. Hm? What is our total expenditure, can anyone say?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Well, with all the constructions, perhaps it's very high.

Prabhupäda: But we are getting money. We have no money, but still we can sit down in such a nice palace. This is practical. So money is not problem. The problem is godlessness. So as soon as there is godlessness, there will be suffering, different types of suffering. That is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä:

Garden Conversation             June 14, 1976, Detroit

Hari-çauri: Left-luggage lockers. Trivikrama Mahäräja, in Japan. He said over two hundred thousand, uh, twenty thousand babies, they put them in a left-luggage locker and leave them.

Prabhupäda: Bus way station? Railway station? Leave luggage. Put it and lock it, then not coming back. Then when there is bad smell.... This is going on. This is simply animal civilization. Taking the last drop of milk from the cow and immediately send it to the slaughterhouse. They are doing like that. Before sending to the slaughterhouse, they draw out the last drop of milk from the cow. And immediately killing. So you require the milk, you are taking so much milk, without milk you cannot.... And the animal from whom you take milk, she's your mother. They forget this. Mother supplies milk, she supplies milk from her body, and you are killing the mother? Is that civilization? Killing mother? And milk is necessary. Therefore you are taking the last drop of it. Otherwise, what is the use of taking the last drop of milk from the cow? It is necessary. So why not let her live and supply you milk, and you can make hundreds and thousands of very nourishing palatable preparation from milk? Where is that intelligence? Milk is nothing but transformation of the blood. So instead of taking the blood, take the transformation and live nicely, like honest gentlemen. No. They are not even gentlemen. Rogues, uncivilized. If you want to take meat, you can kill some insignificant animals like hogs and dogs which have no use. You can eat them, if you at all eat. That was allowed, hogs and dogs are allowed. Because no gentleman class will take meat. It is lower class. So they were allowed, "All right, you can take hogs, çvapaca." Lower class of men, they were taking hogs and dogs. Still, they are taking. So if you want meat, you can kill these unimportant animals. Why you are killing the animal whose last drop of milk you require? What is the sense? And as soon as you take Kåñëa, He killed Pütanä but gave her the position of the mother. Because Kåñëa felt obliged, that "Whatever the Pütanä's intention may be, but I sucked her breast, so she's My mother." So we are taking milk from the cow. The cow is not my mother? Who can live without milk? And who has not taken cow's milk? Immediately, in the morning, you require milk. And the animal, she's supplying milk, she's not mother? What is the sense? Mother-killing civilization. And they want to be happy. And periodically there is great war and wholesale massacre, reaction. 

Conversation with Clergymen        June 15, 1976, Detroit

Prabhupäda: Suppose if there is war. So first-class men, they cannot go to fight; they are not trained up. But the second-class man who is trained up.... What is that quality?            Dhåñöadyumna: "Courage in battle."

Prabhupäda: Courage in battle. Now we have got report that in Vietnam battles, what happened?

Hari-çauri: Whenever they fight, most of the soldiers run away.

Prabhupäda: Run away. (laughter) He's fourth class. He has been placed in the second class. So how he'll do the...

Kern: Do you have any in training for second class?

Prabhupäda: No, for the time being. (laughs) We have no means. Suppose.... Second class means he must be courageous to fight. So I have no means how to train them, you see? And without training, the second class, if you send him to the war, the experience is they will flee away. The many enemies coming, and they are going away.

Scheverman: Are you training people to become teachers in this school, this process of education?

Prabhupäda: Yes, as soon as you become. Without being first-class man, you cannot teach. A second-class, third-class, fourth-class man is not meant for teaching.

Room Conversation                   June 17, 1976, Toronto

Prabhupäda: When he came to India, he was my intimate friend. So he was telling me that "In our country, when some Indian student comes, especially while returning home after their education, they stop for some time in Germany, we used to inquire from him how much he is aware of his Indian original culture." Because they have got very good respect. All over the world they have got. Even Russia. They have got good respect for Indian culture. They have liked our books only on account of the..., because the Sanskrit verses are there. They took it, "Oh, it is original." Scholarly people like our book on that account, because we explain original Sanskrit verse. That they have got very good regard, that there is knowledge. They're impressed. And Britishers made propaganda only that India had no culture, almost uncivilized: They push women forcibly in the fire after the death of her husband, and in the temple, the priests, they make all nonsense with women, and so on. This was their.... Just to prove that "India was uncivilized, and we are making them civilized. By our compassion for the uncivilized persons, we are occupying."

Hari-çauri: They used to call that the "white man's burden."

Prabhupäda: Ah, yes. So these English people, they were very expert in making propaganda. They killed Hitler by propaganda. I don't think Hitler was so bad man. What do you think? You are Englishman. (laughter)

Hari-çauri: It's getting.... (laughs) Just from hearing you speak in the last few months I can understand that the whole history that I was ever presented in school is completely warped around to the way that the English saw it, especially the last two centuries, when the British empire was on the move. It's completely...

Prabhupäda: But actually, the war was between Germany and England. Others joined, some interest or something. Actually, the war was to be fought between England and Germany.

Jagadéça: There's one devotee who joined in Toronto, Frenchman, and he was in France at the time of the war. He's an older man. And he told me also.... His father was French, but he was sympathetic to the Nazis, and that it was actually Maxmillian or one of the Frenchmen who sided with the British, but the majority of the French people didn't mind the German occupation. It was due to one of the political factions siding with the British that there was a French underground and...

Prabhupäda: France, they are always enemy of Englishmen. There is is old history-Hundred Years' War, Seven Years' War. Napoleon also wanted to cut down the Britishers. France is dead enemy of England, and there is always competition.                                                        Hari-çauri: Even just with De Gaulle also.

Prabhupäda: France is not friendly to India, uh, England.

Hari-çauri: England has always been inimical with the rest of Europe. With Germany, France, Spain, everyone.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because they thought, "This is a third-class nation, a small island, fishermen, and they have wealthy (indistinct)?" That is natural. Whole world. In our childhood, we used to see map, almost whole world red-red means British. (laughter) They said that there was no sunset in the British Empire.

Jagadéça: This Frenchman also says that he...

Prabhupäda: German people still hate England. They do not like to speak in English; that I have seen. In the bank they know English, but they won't speak it. English everyone knows. The Kaiser was against. They said that Kaiser is the grandson of Queen Victoria, from daughter's side. And King George from the son's side—Edward's seventh son. They were cousin brothers. So this Kaiser, when he was young boy, went to paternal uncle's house, when he was a young boy. So there was some playing, cut with a knife. So royal family, so many doctors came. So the boy was saying, "Why you are trying to cure it? Let the English blood go away." So from the childhood he was so inimical, that "I have got some English blood in my body, my mother is English, father German, so let the English blood go away." I do not know if that is fact, I heard it. (laughs) Maybe. It is joking also and serious. In our childhood in school, a book was there, "England's Work in India." One Mr. M. Ghosh, he wrote this book just to flatter the Englishmen. This, that "white man's burden." And it was the impression in those days: just to become like Englishmen, that is civilization. The Parsees in Bombay, they were the first-class flatterer, imitation, how to become like English lords, barons. This Tata factory was started by such ambition. They wanted to be English baron, lord, industrialist. In Calcutta also. Where our temple is, that is called saheb quarter. In our childhood we used to say saheb quarter. Saheb quarter means European neighborhood. They say our temple is saheb mandira in Mäyäpura. And in Våndävana aëgrejé mandira. The same impression. To become saheb, that was great prestigious. Yes.

Hari-çauri: They actually had no resources whatsoever, the British. They had no resources whatsoever.

Prabhupäda: That was the mission of Hitler, that "These people are shopkeepers' nation, fisherman's nation. How they have become so big? This must be finished." Because their business was being hampered by the Britishers. In India we have seen. German and Japan, very cheap and first-class goods they will supply. The Britishers would not allow.

Hari-çauri: Yes, at that time, anything that was made in England automatically was considered first class.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, any rascal thing. They made a good market. And British Empire means to sell their goods. And they, for that purpose, they became rich. Money was drawn from all parts, especially from India. Everything. Later on, gradually we came to understand. In Lucknow, because I was in medical business, so I saw one Japanese salesman was selling one medicine, one or two items, potassiodide. Do you know? No. Potassium iodide. And another, iodine. He was selling at four rupees, eight annas a pound. But we were accustomed to purchase English potassiodide and iodine, thirteen rupees a pound. That Howard's.... Very famous, Howard's chemicals, like that. They were selling. So I doubted that "How so much cheap this Japanese firm can supply?" And they used to advertise that all these Japanese goods are third class. Yes, "German goods are second class. Our goods, first class." So I inquired from the salesman, "How is it that you are supplying so cheap?" "They're supplying.... The price is the real price." "Now why they charge more?" "They purchase from us and pack and sell." There are many big chemical concerns in Germany. Germans are very good manufacturers, especially of chemicals, iron, machine. Still you find, all this Uher and, what is called, Gundsag?         

Hari-çauri: Grundig.

Prabhupäda: They're all German. All first-class machine you'll find. This Mercedes motorcar, they're all German. They don't manufacture third-class thing. Everything they manufacture first class. Still, the Germans suffered so much, but when I was in Germany I saw they are very prosperous.

Hari-çauri: Now we have to get them interested in your books.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Hari-çauri: Germans.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: I don't think we have any reviews from any big German scholars yet.

Prabhupäda: But if they have ordered for their textbook, that order will be...

Hari-çauri: East Germany, yes.

Prabhupäda: Their order itself will be a testimony. If they order in their own form, "Supply this." Max Mueller was German. So long we are in this material world, this competition, animosity.... Even in the higher planetary system, there is no peaceful condition.

Jagadéça: You feeling headache?

Prabhupäda: No, there is some pain. My teeth are now useless. So it is all rotten now. Sometimes it becomes acute. There is no strength in the teeth. Some of them, fifty percent, have already fallen. Therefore I cannot eat.

Jagadéça: I think that a very nutritious diet can be made just from liquids.

Prabhupäda: Liquids, yes. Milk is the best food. Children, when there is no teeth, milk is the food. In Western country also, I think old men, they take milk and puffed rice. Is it?

Hari-çauri: Yes, soft foods anyway.

Prabhupäda: In India, especially in Bengal, there is a preparation, it is softer than the puffed rice-khoi, fused rice. That is very good. Light, at the same time soft purgative. That milk mixed with is a very good food for old men.

Hari-çauri: In that newspaper article in the Butler Eagle, that very first article when you just arrived that we saw? They showed that copy in Los Angeles. It mentioned, the reporter there, he quoted you as saying that—you were telling him about milk, how good it was—and he quoted you as saying that milk is the miracle food for babies and old men.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That's a fact. No, it may be there are so many other foods, but cent percent of the human society, everyone, has some way or other taken milk. So morally, cow is our mother. How these mothers are being killed? That is the question. Where is morality? Where is...? And they are drawing last drop of the milk. And there is necessity of milk. "After taking whatever money you have got..., take, I shall kill you." What is this? Horrible society. If I take from you whatever you have got in your pocket and then I kill you.... What is this society?

Jagadéça: The only thing that stops them from killing each other is that there are certain laws. Otherwise, I'm sure that the human beings are so barbaric that they would kill each other.

Hari-çauri: Actually, they are making adjustments to the law so that they can do that.

Prabhupäda: Yes, in India, in Våndävana, they are killing now for a little money. They are so poverty-stricken. They have got a clique. Because in Våndävana there are many retired men; they get some money from bank or some saving bank in post office, and they have got clique with this post office man and the bank clerk who has taken money. Bon Mahäräja was attacked. He brought some one lakh rupees, one and a half lakh rupees for some.... He was recognized by the.... As soon, at night.... He was living in the Institute. Attacked, in the presence of police. Police was guarding that others may not come to help.

Garden Conversation                  June 22, 1976, New Vrindaban

Puñöa Kåñëa: Christians say that God is very merciful.

Prabhupäda: That mercy depends on Him. You cannot dictate Him. If I am merciful, that will depend on me, whether I can show you mercy or I can condemn you. That is, depends on me. Simply on the basis of "God is merciful," I can do all unlawful things, this is not practical proposal. Merciful means it depends on me. Whether I shall show mercy or I shall be very strong and strict, that is my will, freedom. I may show you mercy, I may not show. You cannot force me, that "You must become merciful." That is not right. God is really merciful. Otherwise, how He's supplying this... In the morning if a fog, so God mercifully has asked sun, "Now give them some sunlight." So we are enjoying. He is merciful. When there is sunshine you see the sinful man and the pious man, both enjoy. That is His mercy. When he bestows His mercy, it is for all of them, either you are sinner or you are pious. That is God's mercy. Just like the cloud when it pours water, it does not make any discrimination. On the sea, there is also rainfall; on the rocks also, there is rainfall, where there is no necessity of rain. Therefore where is necessity of rainfall on rock? What is the use? There is no use. It is simply waste. So God also wastes: "All right, you take. You don't require; you also take." In the ocean there is no need of water, but when... The cloud pours water on the ocean also. Only on the land we can utilize, but God is so merciful, exactly like the raincloud, He is so merciful, where there is no necessity they are also getting rain, "Take rain." That is merciful. Without any discrimination, whether you want or not want, "Take it." That is mercy. You can show your mercy when there is scarcity water—you can bring some tanks of water from other places and put here—but how long you'll do it? But when the God is merciful, He'll pour rain so in large quantity that everyone will benefit. That is God's greatness. You'll have to spend so much money, labor, to bring a few buckets of water from other place. Beyond that, you cannot do anything. But God is so powerful, so great, that within a twinkling of, within a few minutes only, immediately He can overcast with cloud and overflood the whole tract of land. That is God's greatness. You have to understand God's greatness in that way. If the sinful, number of sinful men are great, God immediately starts one war, and within few years, all finished. Russia finished, America finished, everyone. That is greatness of God. In this way try to understand how God is great in every activity. In mercy He's great, in cruelty He's great. If He wants to show cruelty, He's the greatest cruel. No discrimination, all finished. Never mind women, children or cats, dogs—all finished. That is cruelty, greatness of cruelty. Then there is greatness of mercy. So that is greatness. So you study, in God, the greatness, how great He is. At night you have so many lights for illuminate your city, home, and so many electric powerhouse going on, and God is so great that one sun-immediately, all light. There is no need of powerhouse, there is no need of matches, there is no need of this light, that light. Take sunlight. That is His greatness. And within a second. When night is going on, we have seen.

Hari-çauri: On the airplane.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Immediately sun comes out, all darkness gone. That is His greatness. Do that like that. Then you compete with God. Can you do it? Then how can you avoid God? (laughs). Rascals only, müòha, narädhama. They cannot appreciate the greatness of God. Müòha. They're asses. Anyone who does not appreciate the greatness of God, they're asses, müòha. As good as the ass. And lowest of the mankind, narädhama. And their so-called scientific knowledge, useless. If by so-called scientific knowledge they want to defy God, then they are müòha narädhama, useless.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Let's say a country takes full advantage of this slogan, "In God We Trust."

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Let's say a country takes full advantage of this slogan.

Prabhupäda: That is my question. Where is that full advantage? They are remaining in the darkness. Why do you trust, first of all. Why do you trust? So many questions there are. Why you are prepared to trust in God? If I ask, you must answer. If you cannot answer, then you are ass. It is good, even without knowing, but when the slogan comes from the government side, there must be full knowledge. Otherwise, the government is as good as common man. The government should be full of intelligent men. Why vote is there? You select an intelligent man. Otherwise, anyone can go. Cats and dogs, they also can go. Why the voting system? That you select some intelligent man. So if you cannot answer your slogan, then you are not intelligent, you are unfit.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They've made the platform that the man himself can solve all the problems.

Prabhupäda: Then why do you trust in God? Don't trust in God, like the Communists say, "We don't trust in God. We shall do it ourselves."

Kuladri: But the forefathers who made up our slogan "In God We Trust," they were very unintelligent, they were very backwards.

Prabhupäda: But you are intelligent. Why you are putting the forefather's words? You avoid it. That means you are cheating people. You do not believe in, but you still write it. That means cheating. Why do you write such things in which you do not believe? That means cheating. Hmm? What do you think? If you write something which you do not believe in, are you not cheating? That means cheating. You take word, you are giving a piece of paper, and it is written there, "one thousand dollars." That means you are cheating, in the name of God, he will accept you, that's all. If you say, "No, I don't want paper. Give me gold dollar," then you are finished. Your currency will be finished. Immediately there will be revolution, that "The government is cheating us." Actually it is cheating. What is the proof, value, of this paper, little paper? Simply "I promise to pay, governor and this..." But it is on trust only: "Yes, government will pay me." They'll never pay, but so long the government goes on, it will go on, that's all, cheating will go on. And as soon government fails, you throw in the street, no one will care for it. It has been practically proved in the last war, in Germany. There was scarcity of food, and those who had bunch of currency notes, they went for one piece of bread, so many thousand marks, "Give me." Nobody supplied. So the paper has no value, but if we believe, it has value, that's all. Otherwise what is the meaning of this paper, one thousand dollars? So it is a kind of cheating, "We trust in God; we are very good men. You trust in me."

Puñöa Kåñëa: How can this practically be applied to American society, this idea of trusting God? How would things change?

Prabhupäda: By this Kåñëa conscious movement's propaganda. That is not for America—for everyone.

Kértanänanda: How can you trust God if you don't know anything about Him? First you have to know something about God before you can trust Him.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is sense. If you do not know about somebody and you trust him, what is this? Yes.

Prabhupäda: Go on.

Dhåñöadyumna: "Following such conclusions, the demoniac, who are lost to themselves and who have no intelligence, engage in unbeneficial, horrible works meant to destroy the world." (purport) "The demoniac are engaged in activities that will lead the world to destruction. The Lord states here that they are less intelligent. The materialists, who have no concept of God, think that they are advancing. But, according to Bhagavad-gétä, they are unintelligent and devoid of all sense. They try to enjoy this material world to the utmost limit and therefore always engage in inventing something for sense gratification. Such materialistic inventions are considered to be the advancement of human civilization, but the result is that people grow more and more violent and more and more cruel-cruel to animals and cruel to other human beings. They have no idea how to behave toward one another. Animal killing is very prominent amongst demoniac people. Such people are considered the enemies of the world because ultimately they will invent or create something which will bring destruction to all. Indirectly, this verse anticipates the invention of nuclear weapons, of which the whole world is today very proud. At any moment war may take place, and these atomic weapons may create havoc. Such things are created solely for the destruction of the world, and this is indicated here. Due to godlessness, such weapons are invented in human society; they are not meant for the peace and prosperity of the world."

Prabhupäda: Now, discuss.

Dhåñöadyumna: Actually, in this century there has not been ten years of peace. Always there is some war been going on, and now...

Prabhupäda: Cold war and hot war, they say. When there is fire that is hot war, and there is diplomacy and politics, that is cold war. So war is going on. Sometimes it is hot, sometimes it is cold. There is no peace.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We even see that among the so-called God conscious communities in the world, still there are such horrible activities going on, fighting.

Prabhupäda: No, no, we don't say that fighting will stop. We are distinguishing demons and rogues, uh, demigods. If you fight, demon, I must defend myself. What can I do? If you start war, you are demon, shall I stop: "No, no, I am demigod, I'll not fight. You kill me"? Is that intelligent? I'll have to fight. But the war starts by the implication of the demons. The Kurukñetra war, it was not started by Arjuna. It was started by Duryodhana. (long pause) All right, go on.

Answers to a Questionnaire from Bhavan's Journal     June 28, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Yes. That means to please Kåñëa. If Kåñëa is pleased He can change destiny. Karmäëi nirdahati kintu ca bhakti bhäjäà [Bs. 5.54]. Sacrifice means to please Kåñëa, yajïa. Yajïa means to please Kåñëa. The whole, our Kåñëa consciousness movement means to please Kåñëa. That is the whole program. In all other business there is no question of pleasing Kåñëa. When they declare war, one nation to another, there is no question of pleasing Kåñëa. They're pleasing their whims. The two, big, big wars began, it was not for pleasing Kåñëa. The Germans wanted that their sense gratification is being hampered by the Britishers, "Declare war." That means it was a war of sense gratification. "The Britishers are satisfying their sense gratification; we cannot do. All right, fight." So, there was no question of pleasing Kåñëa. Hm. Then?

Morning Walk                        July 12, 1976, New York

Rämeçvara: [break] (in car) So whenever the Congress tries to pass a law to control the purchasing of guns, it is always defeated. They want the people to be able to have guns. They make a lot of money, also, selling guns.

Prabhupäda: The best thing is they should be educated to become gentlemen. Keep guns, but they may not improperly use them.

Rämeçvara: When New York City had to start borrowing money from the banks, the banks became very powerful. They were able to control the city government and get many favors.

Prabhupäda: What is that favor?

Rämeçvara: They get special contracts, concession rates, and they are able to get their men appointed to important government positions. Also, in the national government, the government of the United States has to always borrow money from banks. There is something called National Debt. Hundreds of billions of dollars they owe the banks, the United States government, to support all their different programs.

Prabhupäda: National Debt.

Rämeçvara: National Debt. So then the banks are able to use their power to get favors. "Oh, you want to borrow money? Then you must give me some favor." It's common knowledge.

Hari-çauri: Everyone's trying to blackmail everyone else.

Rämeçvara: Some people say that there is a worldwide conspiracy of bankers, that they can control any government. They can cause a depression. They say that the bankers caused the depression in the 1920s, 1930s, just to increase their power.

Prabhupäda: Yes. As soon as you become dependent on me, I pay money, you can create some trouble for me. That is conspiracy(?).

Prabhupäda: Organize it and keep hundreds of books. They will live peacefully. But don't entangle in sinful activities. Then it will be all right. Such a nice place. The city residents cannot imagine. What a nonsense life—

clubs, slaughterhouse, gambling places, drinking house. This is like hell. Try to save people from this hellish condition of life, without any knowledge, like animals. And nature therefore creates a wholesale slaughterhouse in war, to cut throat all--finished. Many millions and millions are finished. From 1914 to 1950, how many years?

Harikeça: Thirty-six.

Prabhupäda: Within thirty-six years there were two big wars, slaughter. Especially Europe. Nature will create. Pestilence. Somewhere there is pestilence, somewhere there is war, somewhere there is scarcity of food. But you cannot indulge in sinful activities. Then you'll be killed. Then nature's law will act. You may defy, that's your business, but nature will act in her own way. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä. You cannot surpass. That is not possible.
Everyone is happy, the children, the woman. They don't demand anything, that "Give us this, give us that." They have simplified, automatically they have simplified their life. And gradually develop, make little cottages, grow little vegetable, little barley or wheat and milk. That is sufficient. We don't require much. We don't want luxury. We want just to subsist. Yavad artha prayojana. We hate the idea of luxury, unnecessary. Do the outsider come to see? Yes?

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What do they say?

Bhagavän: They are impressed with how much we have done.

Prabhupäda: They will be more and more impressed. What is this city life? In Paris, simply to fulfill the necessities of life, a professional prostitute, so many. And people from all over the world, they come here for indulge in prostitute. From our childhood we know. What a civilization they have made. Spoiling the life. Then, after finish this life, you just become a cat, a dog, or a tree and stand up. And all other planets are vacant. Simply this planet is filled up, overpopulation. Kill them. Why not send there? So vacant land. (laughter) "That we cannot do." Then what is your scientific research? "Yes, we are trying. Wait millions of years." (laughter) These bluffing rascals. Don't be misled. 

Live peacefully here, chant Hare Kåñëa.
Hari-çauri: If you like, we can set up for the film now.

Prabhupäda:            

Now I have given the ideas, the philosophy, in the books.

So it is your business to develop all over the world.

You are very intelligent, Europeans and Americans.

 There is no difficulty. So much land.

Room Conversation          August 2, 1976, New Mayapur

Prabhupäda:...he begins with surrender. Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66]. So anyone who voluntarily offers obeisances, immediately he becomes fifty percent advanced. Because.... Who is talking? This material world means nobody wants to surrender. Everyone wants to become master: "I am the monarch of all I survey." Everyone is planning how to become a master. Therefore the struggle for existence. Nobody wants to become a servant. You know very well in European history, Napoleon wanted to become the master of all Europe. Hitler wanted also. Similarly, there were so many leaders, sometimes Roman leaders, sometimes Greek leaders, sometimes French leaders, sometimes German leaders, English leader. The whole European history is full of fighting, war. The basic idea is that everyone wanted to become master. That is the material disease. We are now discussing Bali Mahäräja. He also wanted to become master of the whole universe. So that is the material disease. Actually, master is one, Kåñëa. There cannot be two masters. There is only one master, that is Kåñëa, or God. But in the material world, because we have forgotten the real master, every one of us is trying to become master. This is material disease. Not only in one life, but life after life. The cats and dogs, they also want to be master. The dog, if he finds another dog coming, he immediately begins barking very loudly, "Why you are coming here?" So this mastership competition is going on life after life, sometimes as human being, sometimes as animal, sometimes as fish, aquatic, sometimes as demigod, bird. This is the whole material situation. And the difficulty is that we cannot become master, but on account of our false ambition that "I shall become master," we are becoming servants of material nature. We are acting in a certain way to become master, creating a situation, mentality, and at the time of death, when this body finishes, the mind absorbed in that mastership idea takes me to another body according to my ambition, so I become again manifest in different body to exhibit my mastership. Another chapter begins. So they do not know how these subtle laws of material nature is working to give us opportunity to become master according to our idea, false idea. And we are actually suffering, sometimes as human being, sometimes as animal, sometimes as trees, sometimes as dog. So the mastership cannot be attained. That is not possible. In the false idea to become master we are becoming slaves of the laws of material nature. This is real position, and that is suffering. So when one comes to this understanding, that we are not master, we are servant, bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. After many, many births, if by chance one gets the association of the servant of the Lord, then he understands that he is not master, he's servant of Kåñëa. And then he surrenders. Väsudevaù sarvam iti sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù [Bg. 7.19]. Such great soul who has understood that "I am eternal servant of Kåñëa," he's a very great soul. Sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù. Very, very rare to be found. But that is the fact. The sooner we learn that we cannot become master, we are eternal servant of Kåñëa, let us surrender to Kåñëa and remain in our own position as servant, then it is perfection of life. Therefore one who surrenders, one who offers.... This is the beginning, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru [Bg. 18.65]. Namaskuru. Kåñëa says namaskuru. Namaskuru means "Just offer your obeisances unto Me." So in the absence of.... Kåñëa is everywhere, but Kåñëa sends His representative. So if we begin, offer namaskuru, to the representative, it goes to Kåñëa, and then gradually, by the grace of Kåñëa, one becomes Kåñëa conscious and becomes situated in his own original consciousness, Kåñëa consciousness, and that is perfection of life. Dayänanda: They say "You may have so many wonderful philosophies, but our desire is just to enjoy life."

Prabhupäda: That means animal. That means animal. Animal has no philosophy.

Nava-yauvana: Also they say that religions are the causes of war. In Lebanon now the Christians are killing the Muslims and the Muslims are killing the Christians in the name of...

Prabhupäda: And the Communists are killing capitalists and capitalists are killing Communists. What is that? Is that religion? Then? How you can stop war? Because you are animal, you fight, you can give some name, either on religious ground or this philosophical ground. But because you are animal you will fight. You can give a different name. That is different thing. But because you are dogs, you'll fight. The real religion is why they will fight? Religion means to accept God. So if you are Muslim, I am Hindu, if I accept God, if You accept God, then where is fight? If we accept that God is the proprietor, God is the father, then where is the question of fight? Because we are not religious, therefore fight. Otherwise, if you accept God is the supreme father, if I accept God is the supreme, why fight?

Prabhupäda: Huh? Yes. That is devotee. Because God wants it that these rascals may be turned into sane man. That is God's plan. Otherwise why does He comes? Yadä yadä hi dharmasya glänir bhavati bhärata 

[Bg. 4.7]. Huh? Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]—two class, sädhu and duñkåtinaù. So to punish these duñkåtinaù there is reformation. That is not God's enemy, reformation. As the father gives slap to rogue child, that is also kindness. So these two processes are going on, pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm. Dharma-saàsthäpanärthäya. Then what is that dharma? Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekam [Bg. 18.66]. That is dharma. So to deal with the asuras is not so easy job, but we have to do that. You should not be discouraged. So asuras may be reformed or not be reformed, but because you are trying this job on behalf of Kåñëa, He will recognize you. Your service will be recognized. Not that you attempted, therefore you must be successful. You may be unsuccessful. It does not matter. But you have tried your best, and that will be recognized. (pause) And these asuras are trying to become happy by material advancement of knowledge. They're not happy-struggling—but this is called will-o'-the-wisp, phantasmagoria. Actually, they are not happy, they cannot be happy, but they are trying. How they can be happy? Nature is there.

Devotee: They are falsely proud of their achievements.

Prabhupäda: That is asura. That is, that means asura. They have already tried the moon excursion, failure, again do it. This will be a failure, again do it. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. Repeatedly chewing the chewed. That is their business. One excursion-failure. It is already chewed. Whatever possibility finished—again chewing: "Let me see if there is any juice.'' Because they have no other business. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm  Adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisraà punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm. Matir na kåñëe parataù svato vä. There are already discussed.

matir na kåñëe parataù svato vä mitho 'bhipadyeta gåha-vratänäm adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisraà

This is their business. Failure, again; failure, again. One war started, all the city bombarded—finished—again start, again reconstruct. And when the reconstruct finished, again war. Again bomb it, again reconstruct…

Devotee: The government encourages this spending of money while the citizens are unhappy and cannot be safe in their own city.

Prabhupäda: Yes, you must have such government. Dasyu-dharyogi (?). They will snatch your money by force. You cannot say anything. That is punishment. Godless civilization, that is punishment, that your own government will snatch, by force, take away your hard labor accumulation, by taxes. That is written in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. You cannot fight. You will be harassed in so many ways you will become mad. Äcchinna-dära-draviëä yäsyanti giri-känanam. Hopelessly you will leave hearth and home and go to the forest. This godless civilization will be punished like that. That day is coming like that. Nobody will be peaceful. They will be mad. Just like when a man becomes mad, he commits suicide, he blows off his head. This will be done. There will be no rain—this is one punishment—and scarcity of food and heavy taxation by government. They are all mentioned. What more suffering you want? But still they are advancing, scientists.

Ätreya Åñi: Iran at that time was even cheaper, much cheaper. Because you had the British in India, you were...

Prabhupäda: Yes, when India was native state, they were cheaper. In India, this inflation was caused by Mr. Churchill. During the war he wanted men to join the fighting, so people were not coming. So artificially...

Ätreya Åñi: Printed money?

Prabhupäda: No, artificially increased the price. So they were obliged to join.

Hari-çauri: He'd increase the price and then advertise free food in the army.        

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Prabhupäda: Yes. Lord Kurgeon's plan... Lord Kurgeon wanted that let there be asking of India from the family of Victoria. He gave this plan. But this Parliament did not want that Englishman shall make India home. Then his interest will be in India. Just like America. Englishmen, as they made America their home, they declared independence. Australia. As soon as you make a home, then the more interest will be in India. Washington was Englishman. Was he not? Washington.

Jayapatäkä: Yes. Well, everyone came from England.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not from England. But ordinary... So Englishman, why he declared war against the English?

Jayapatäkä: Their interest was in America more than England.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Naturally. So as soon as you make home, your interest will be at home. So that was their policy. In those days no Englishman was allowed to purchase property in India. All his income, money, should go to England. So the Mohammedan Moguls, they made their home in India. Therefore they stayed for eight hundred years. They would not have gone. Indians did not like to finish the Mohammedan kingdom. No, never. It is the Englishmen. They penetrated and finished them, not the Indians. Indians were not against the Mohammedans. They are going on. Little bit discrepancies were there, especially during the time of Auranzeb. He was bigot Mohammedan. He hated the Hindus. Not hated, but he was a, was is called, bigot, Mohammedan? He did not hate. That was not his qualification. Auranzeb gave many contributions to the Våndävana temples. Yes. And Auranzeb's grandfather, Jahangir, he gave so many temples to many brähmaëas. There is one village just opposite Våndävana, Keçéghäöa, Jahangipura. This village was given to a brähmaëa. From the income he was maintaining a temple. And Auranzeb... You know Sringarpat Goswami?

…Prabhupäda: So Indians did not like that Mohammedans may go away. Rather, when Shri Raj Birla (?) was arrested by flight, the Bengali zamindars, they protested. Rani Bhavani, she protested. Although it is alleged that Shri Raj Birla (?) kidnapped her daughter. But if Shri Raj Birla kidnapped her daughter, how he (she) supported Shri Raj Birla? There are so many falsehoods. On the whole, the Indians never planned to drive away the Mohammedans. They never. That's a fact. They were happy because there was no exploitation. All these Mohammedans, they made their home in India, so whatever lavishly they were spending, that was coming to the Indians. In Taliganj (?) there is a man. Now they are aristocratic family. He was servant of the nawab, and he stolen one shoes, one feet, which was bedecked with jewels. So by selling that jewel he became a rich man. So although they were using jewelled shoe, but it was in India. They were satisfied that "I am nawab. I am using jeweled shoes." But the jewelled shoes was in India and these Englishmen, they have taken away all the jewels even from the walls and keeping them in their homes, all gold, jewels, everything.

Gargamuni: Yeah. That's a fact that in those old houses, the Marwaris they have inherited of all these pieces. Now they have it all. In the old British houses many Marwaris have taken over, and they have inherited all of the treasures of the British.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Gargamuni: Many antiques.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Anyway, if I take away something from you in this room and I keep it somewhere in this room, then where is the difference either with you or with me? That was going on during Mohammedans' ruling. But these people, they took away from the room. So India became poverty-stricken.

Room Conversation About Mäyäpura Construction    August 19, 1976, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: Yes. Why should we deposit five lakhs of rupees? The money value is decreasing daily.

Jayapatäkä: We get credit.

Prabhupäda: If you deposit five lakhs now, it will decrease value in five, ten months. The purchasing power of money is decreasing. Now what you can purchase with five lakhs of rupees, after five years you'll require ten lakhs. So your money will decrease. And if you invest that money in land, after five years it will increase to its full extent (?). So why should we waste our money? What is the benefit?

Gargamuni: The farmers don't keep their money in the banks. The government is trying to force the farmers to keep their money in the bank. The farmers don't want to do it.

Prabhupäda: Farmers' policy is if they have got money, they purchase land. Therefore they are making ceiling. The whole policy is not so good (?). Farmers, as soon as they get some money, they want to invest the land but the ceiling..., so they cannot invest money in the land; they give to the bank. And as soon as you keep money in the bank it will decrease the value. This is... Money is decreased, value of all over the world. Because it is not money actually; it is paper, cheating. Real money is gold. But they will now allow to keep the gold. The whole policy is vicious. If I purchase gold with five lakhs of rupees, then it is real money, and after five years I can sell it ten lakhs. That they will not allow. Therefore I... 

My policy is that whatever money is there, spend. Don't keep. 

In land and produce food. 

That is the best use of.
All buildings, government (for men?), there is no need of.
And instead of keeping money and take interest, print books. 

That is also good. 

You can sell.

Or you purchase land for producing food.
Gargamuni: If we stock money, then there'll be no preaching. But if we print books, then we have to sell the books. So that is preaching.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I am insisting all over, "Print any book." Never mind either Hindi or English or... Print book and keep it in stock, nicely.

Gargamuni: And gradually we will sell. Then we will preach. Otherwise, if we...

Prabhupäda: That is the purpose of my Bhaktivedanta Trust. Fifty percent must be spent for printing and fifty percent for building. That's all. No money. Don't keep any account.

Garden Conversation              September 3, 1976, Våndävana

Caraëäravindam: Actually I have seen that even in all these villages in Africa and India, they have no real connection to the city politics. Because if the city breaks down they could move back to... They have their cow, they have field, vegetables...

Prabhupäda: If there is war they were not affected. And the soldiers would not bother the public. It is said during Mohammedan period the soldiers of one party will ask the cultivator, "Where the other soldiers gone?" They would say, "I have seen and they have gone this side." The cultivator is going on. The fighting is going on, but the cultivator is not affected. He is free. "You fight between themselves and whoever the victor is, I shall pay taxes. That's all. I have nothing to do with politics." This was... Between two parties of king or political, they may fight. Citizens, they have nothing to do who is the victorious. "You fight and one of you will become victorious. So you take taxes. I am concerned with paying tax. And tax, tax means whatever I have grown, you take one-fourth. You see this I have grown. Now you can take away one-fourth." No income tax, no sale tax, no this tax or that tax. And if some year, by chance, he has not grown anything—no tax. "I have not produced, I could not produce anything." Very simple. Soldiers, they were not paid. They were given land by the king. "You enjoy this land without any price. But when there is fight you have to come out." Fight is not going every day. It may take place after some years. So they are living peacefully.

Caraëäravindam: It was similar in old England in the knights' time.

Prabhupäda: That is the whole world history. Now they have made encumbrance. Naturally, a class of men, they became soldiers. They were trained up, and...

Caraëäravindam: Whenever I visited a village in India, people were always very friendly. "Sit down, take some meal." Or if I walk through a field they will pick something from a tree, some tomatoes, or some vegetables and give it to me.

Prabhupäda: You can grow some tomatoes here. That is a very easy thing.

Caraëäravindam: I have also some and some different seeds to plant.

Prabhupäda: Tomato, squash.

Caraëäravindam: You would like to see growing in your garden a little sabji?

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is very... Cucumber. These things can be grown very easily. And zucchini. Called zucchini?

Hari-çauri: Yes. It's like a small marrow, zucchini.

Caraëäravindam: I would like to get, I don't know...

Prabhupäda: No, there is not much place here.             

Caraëäravindam: Some things we can grow.

Prabhupäda: But this green banana if we get that will be nice.

Caraëäravindam: These should flower soon, these bananas. They are one year old now. Within the next six months they should give some flowers.

Prabhupäda: So it is very pleasing spot. You have done nice. I'm feeling nice.

Hari-çauri: Your pleasure is our pleasure.

Room Conversation         September 6, 1976, Våndävana

Akñayänanda: There must be a war very soon. It seems that there must be war very soon. War may happen very soon.

Prabhupäda: There will be reaction.

Akñayänanda: Such a transgression of the laws, it cannot... How much further can it go, Prabhupäda? There must be a war very soon. Any day.
Room Conversation with Dr. Theodore Kneupper November 6, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: ...Kali-yuga. Take little prasädam. Kali-yuga means this age. Kali-yuga means the age of quarrel and disagreement.

Dr. Kneupper: Age of...?

Prabhupäda: Quarrel and disagreement. Because there is no standard idea, so I'll disagree with you, you'll disagree with me, and on slight provocation there will be fight. This is the age called Kali-yuga.

Dr. Kneupper: Do you see that nations will fight too? That there will be wars, things like that?

Prabhupäda: Yes, so many difficulties. Even there is no war, the natural disturbance and foolish government will create such situation that people will become mad in hopelessness.

Dr. Kneupper: Very dark.

Prabhupäda: Very dark, yes. First thing, there will be no rainfall. Due to the sinful activities of the people, from nature the punishment will be, there will be no rainfall. I have seen already in Europe. Everywhere there is scarcity of rainfall. And on account of scarcity of rainfall, food production will be reduced. They will try to eat meat, killing, and maintain themselves. But that is also not very prospective. How long you will...? The animals will also die. Then in Europe they are doing that, that on account of scarcity of rain there is no grass, so they are thinking, "These animals die for want of food. Let us eat them." This is their intelligence.

Dr. Kneupper: Well, do you see that many people will die because there's not... Many people will die.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If there is no rainfall, either animal or men, they will die for want of food.

Dr. Kneupper: What do you think would be the remedy or solution to the problem?

Prabhupäda: Remedy is they should admit that there is God. But they do not admit, especially the so-called scientist rascals and atheist philosophers, politicians. They do not accept the authority of God. They think they will be able to manage things in their own way. And they say clearly, "There is no God." But there is nature. You can say, "I don't care for the government but the government force is there; police is there; military is there. Similarly, you may say, "Defy the control of government," but the agent of God is there, the material nature. That will punish you. There will be no rain, there will be no food production, and the rascal governments will take advantage of it, "food relief." They'll tax, as if by taxing they will be able to combat with nature. So three things we'll have to meet: 

no rain, no food, and government taxes.

Then how people will remain in sane condition?  

They will become mad.
Dr. Kneupper: But your teaching, doesn't it offer a way of meeting these problems?

Prabhupäda: Yes. We are teaching people God consciousness. Then everything will be solved.
Room Conversation        November 13, 1976, Våndävana

Pradyumna: It was Kennedy's idea, the Peace Corps. Kennedy started. They started it because many young men did not want to go in the Army, but Army was forcible. So they said, "If you go in the Peace Corps, then you don't have to go in the war corps; you don't have to go in Army." So many people took that: "Oh, we'll go in the Peace Corps. We'll go as an alternative."                  

Prabhupäda: Good idea.

Room Conversation with Life Member, Mr. Malhotra December 22, 1976, Poona

Prabhupäda: Wardha. And I saw his cottage and everything. So I said this is the... After all he wanted to live very simple life in a cottage, why he declared war against the Britishers? What was the necessity? (Hindi) Britishers would never tackled you or objected. The villagers were using. Why so much energy was engaged, to drive away the Britishers?           

Mr. Malhotra: No, he wanted the country to be free from the foreign rule.

Prabhupäda: No, now what freedom we have got? (laughter)

Mr. Malhotra: That is a different thing.

Prabhupäda: But that means we do not get such information from Bhagavad-gétä, that "Make your country free." Why he took Bhagavad-gétä and did this business, miscreant (?) business. He took Bhagavad-gétä and he was busy declaring war. Because politically, sometimes required. But the thing is that if your ideal is to live very simple life... His, I mean to say, followers, Jawaharlal Nehru, he did not take up this.

Room Conversation                     January 8, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. They don't believe in Him. They think that "God is my servant, or order-supplier"—"God, why you have not done this. If you don't do this, I don't want You." This is our position.

Guest (2): (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: Yes. That means "God is my servant order-supplier." Actually... This is European mentality. One, my Godbrother, German Godbrother, that Sadananda, he told me, in the last war, when the war was going on, generally women were left. All men were in the battlefield, somebody's husband, somebody's father, somebody's son. So they went to the church. They were going church. Even Churchill also recommended "Go to the church. Pray." Duùkha se saba hari bhaje sukha se bhaje kaya. So, but nobody returned. So all of them became atheist: "Oh, it is useless to go to church. I prayed so much for my husband coming back, but he did not come. Useless." So this is the position. "I ordered God that 'My husband has gone to the war. Let him come back unharmed.' And God did not bring him back. He did not carry my order. I don't want this God." This is going on. When the war was declared, there was no consultation with God. (laughter) Rascal. That time there was no consultation. And when the husband is going to die, he goes to God. This is our position.

Guest (2): When war was to be declared...

Prabhupäda: Ha. There was no consul...

Guest (2): They had found a final solution to the Jewish problem.

Prabhupäda: These politicians, they're everything. And when the war is very acute and the husband is going to die, then God is required. When he does sinful activities, God is never consulted, but when he suffers, then God's consulted. "And if You don't supply my order, then I don't want You." Means he remains: "Don't want You." That's all.

Room Conversation                    January 9, 1977, Bombay

Rämeçvara: The whole war of Kurukñetra was just so Kåñëa's devotees...

Prabhupäda: Yes. It was designed by Kåñëa. But the idea was to kill. "Call them all together here and kill them. Bas, finished, all the demons finished." This is Kåñëa. "Instead of killing them separately, call them here and kill. Finished." Like slaughterhouse. It was a slaughterhouse for the demons. "Call them and kill them. Bas, finished." Nimitta-mätraà bhava savya-säcin: "It is all my design. Even if you do not fight, they are not going back to their home. They must be killed." This is Kåñëa's plan. "You simply take the credit. That's all. It is all My design. You are My devotee. I want to give you this credit. Otherwise without your help they are already killed." So... Kåñëa... Pariträëäya... He has got two business. Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. This is another side of His business. (end)

Room Conversation                   January 15, 1977, Allahabad

Prabhupäda: ...in Western countries, fifty years. Twenty years in Durban and thirty years in England.

Gurudäsa: Twenty years in...?

Prabhupäda: In Durban. South Africa. Fighting with General Smuts to give Indians equal rights. They are very conservative. At heart they want "Indians may go away." They don't want Indians. And if they want, it is for their own benefit. The Indians have given some place to develop as marketplace, and as soon as they develop, they ask, "Go there. Leave this place. Go away, other place." This is going on. And they know very well, politicians. The Indians have been given a place where nearby there is a slaughterhouse. They know Indians are sentimental, at least for cow slaughtering. Whole night slaughtering is going on, and there are screaming of the animals. Whole night. Even those who are meat-eaters, they will be disturbed. So the purpose is that "Let them live near the slaughterhouse, so by sentiment they are disgusted, leave this country." They don't want the Asians, especially Indians, and especially due to Gandhi, because they know, due to Gandhi... At least Gandhi organized the public opinion against the Britishers by this noncooperation movement. They were not affected by the... Affected in this way, that public opinion was against them. That is also organization. Otherwise Gandhi's method was not harmful to the..., this noncooperation, nonviolent. That did not help. But he influenced the public opinion against them.

Rämeçvara: All over the world.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That Hitler also did. Phäësa läge dubudh bage: "If five men combine together, even the ghost will go away." (laughs) So everyone was against the Britishers. How they can keep their...? And nature's law also. They exploited the whole world for the benefit of few persons in London, and that is very bad.

Gurudäsa: You told me they wanted to be paid in gold by the Home Bill just to deplete the economy.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Home Bill. Because I was student of economics. So Home Bill. Home Bill means all the Englishmen were engaged in India, either government, railway, industry, factory, and so on, so on, so on. Whatever... They have got some charges. So all the bills were sent to London, and they made a Home Bill. Their home is in England, so they won't take payment here. They'll take payment at home. And the government there, they'll present the whole bill to India and debit India's account in gold. That means, other words, all the payments which were to be made to the Englishmen in India, they were paid at home in gold.

Gurudäsa: So that means they would spend at home instead of India for the benefit of themselves.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No Englishmens were allowed to domicile in India. No. Strictly. But if... As soon as they make home, it will be America. The Americans made their home in America, so a war of independence was... They have experienced that, so did not allow the Englishmen to make India home. "You come here, work and take your payment. Can't come down."(?) This was the policy, Home Bill. And India's gold was kept in London. So gradually all the gold finished. Very, very crooked policy they followed. They... They... In Muhammadan period there was no such peaceful exploitation. These Muhammadans, they wanted to become lumma, kukum(?). Bas. That's all. They were satisfied. But their princely expenditure was done in India. When Shah Jahan constructed the Taj Mahal, heavy expenditure, but the payment was received by the Indians. And here a railway, very smart railway bridge is constructed that... The payment was paid in England. This was the policy. Every even screw, iron screw, was imported from England.

Gurudäsa: Yes. India was dependent on tea and cloth from England.

Prabhupäda: But tea they also produce it.

Gurudäsa: Was it introduced by the English?

Prabhupäda: Yes. India did not know what is tea. They started the tea gardens, and they recruited labors from India. We have seen in our childhood that Mahatma Gandhi Road. When I was standing on the gate, five hundred, six hundred laborers recruited from Bihar. Bihar and Orissa, these two provinces very poor. Even all these colonies, just like Trinidad... Where is Englishmen? If the laborers and Indians were sent... Therefore we find in Mauritius, in Africa, so many Indians. Their kingdom, first of all it was conquered by Indian soldiers. Then, when it was to be organized-Indian coolies, Indian laborers, Indian guards. They have got men and money, but they expanded Empire. So I am doing the same business: American money, American... (laughs) I am also a great politician.

Gurudäsa: Home Bill.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But I am not for home. I am for the whole world. It is not... I have no such idea (laughs) that "I shall exploit American men and money for India." That is not my ambition. For the benefit of the whole world.

Gurudäsa: You are doing "Back to Home" bill.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Jaya. But actually I am exploiting American men and money, from this point of view. But what can I do? I do not make any national distinction, either American or Indian.

Gurudäsa: You are not exploiting...

Rämeçvara: Spiritual Communism.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gurudäsa: They were exploiting; you are uplifting.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is train?

Rämeçvara: Yes.

Gurudäsa: There's no hurry. Also, if they could only spend their money in England, it means they wouldn't care so much for the country. They wouldn't care for India so much if they were going to spend the money in England.

Prabhupäda: No, practically I am spending America's money in a proper way. They would have used it in a different way.

Rämeçvara: Japanese money also.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gurudäsa: No distinction. Any money will do. [break]

Prabhupäda: There is no exploitation. America has enough money, and India has got enough culture. So they should combine for the benefit of the whole world.

Rämeçvara: Now American culture is highly developed sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: That is always. Now they've got enough money, but how they will utilize? That is the only source, outlet.

Rämeçvara: So as the Kåñëa consciousness movement increases its influence, then American culture will gradually change?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. As you have changed. You are American. Why not others?

Rämeçvara: So the nightclubs and the cinema, this will be gradually...

Prabhupäda: Not required.

Rämeçvara: ...given up.

Prabhupäda: They simply produce anxiety. When they will come to understand that they will get better engagement, automatically these nonsense things will be stopped.

Rämeçvara: Television also.

Prabhupäda: They can be utilized.

Gurudäsa: Yes, they can be utilized.

Prabhupäda: In a different way.

Rämeçvara: Formerly civilization did not have so many technological devices.

Prabhupäda: This is not civilization. 

They do not know what is civilization. Suppose a mechanic has constructed this car far better than me. That is not civilization. A good craftsmanship. If you do not know what is the aim of life, what is your duty, then what is your civilization? That they do not know. The first defect of the civilization is that they are taking account of these fifty or sixty years of life. Life is continuation. That they do not know. This life, I am getting this facility of this car; next life I become a tree. What is the advantage after fifty years, if you are going to be a tree, stand up for five hundred years? This philosophy they do not know. Tathä dehäntara-praptiù [Bg. 2.13]. Here is the defect, that "You will have to change this body." They have become so dullheaded. "Oh, what is there? I change or die? It doesn't matter. Let me enjoy." This is the difficulty.

Rämeçvara: Kåñëa conscious government must be monarchy. A real Kåñëa conscious government...

Prabhupäda: No. Why monarchy? You can continue democracy, but the legislators should be first-class men who has knowledge, not these rascals.
Rämeçvara: But the real problem is the businessmen, because they can influence the mass of people by advertising.

Prabhupäda: The mass of people should be educated. Just like we are educating, "No meat-eating." So automatically the meat-selling, slaughterhouse will be stopped.

Rämeçvara: There must be some controls. Otherwise...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Control must be there, that... This is very easy. The state cannot support or maintain slaughterhouse. If you want to eat meat, you kill animal at your home. But state cannot. So mass sinful activities, state cannot. So if the legislators and the head of the state are Kåñëa conscious, they will understand the importance of this. So they can stop slaughterhouse. And the public agitation? "You can slaughter animal at your home. You have got the liberty, but state cannot maintain." What is the wrong there?

Rämeçvara: What about buying books? There are so many books with nonsense ideas. That will have to be controlled also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If the government is Kåñëa conscious, they can control everything.

Rämeçvara: That means the government will have direct controls over all different fields of business.

Prabhupäda: It has already. It has already.

Rämeçvara: But in America the government cannot tell the publishing house, "You can only have Kåñëa conscious books." They are tolerating books about sex, books about crime...

Prabhupäda: No, if you educate public that these are nasty things, in the school, colleges, where government has control, then automatically sale will be stopped.

Gurudäsa: Naturally.

Prabhupäda: If you educate people, "Don't waste your time," then they will stop. They are controlling in Russia, publication.

Rämeçvara: Yes, and China also.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: But that's why I said... That is not possible, it seems, in a democracy. They have to have dictatorship.

Prabhupäda: No, democracy means people elected. If public wants that the election should be amongst the Kåñëa conscious person, then it will be done. One man's ruling will not be possible unless there is dictatorship.

Gurudäsa: Consciousness must change.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (train sounds) So this is the train.

Rämeçvara: Yes. Still, in some people there will always be some greed how to make money by sinful means.

Prabhupäda: No, everyone is greedy. Therefore education required, spiritual. They should be greedy for Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Paraà dåñövä nivartate [Bg. 9.59]. When they will see this is better position, so their greediness will be for Kåñëa and other thing will be left away.

Rämeçvara: And the state will not tolerate...

Prabhupäda: Four classes of sinful activities should be stopped by the state.

Rämeçvara: No manufacturing liquor, cigarettes.    

Prabhupäda: No.

Rämeçvara: That must be stopped.

Gurudäsa: No supporting slaughterhouses.

Rämeçvara: But you said they can do it at their own home.

Prabhupäda: Liberty. If you like, you can do at your home.

Prabhupäda: Çraddhä-çabde viçväsa sudåòha niçcaya. This is basic platform, that "What Kåñëa says, that is truth." Kåñëa bhakti kaile sarva-karma kåta haya: "If I follow Kåñëa, then my business is complete." This is intelligence. 

Now... 

We have come to the open field. 

How it is nice. 

And so long we were passing through that congested areas-hellish, simply hellish.  

And now here is open space. 

How it is nice.

Hari-çauri: To enter into a city is so imposing on your consciousness.

Prabhupäda: Up to that point, simply rubbish, all papers thrown here and there. People are living in... Now see here, how it is open and pleasing. 

Organize this farm project. Farm.
(background talking)

Hari-çauri: He's just saying that in the West one requires a great deal of capital. To start a farm, to get the land, you need a lot of money because land is very expensive. And also we have to use modern farming techniques because we have so few men to run the farms.

Prabhupäda: No, you show example. People will do automatically. When the people find it is very nice, they will take.

Hari-çauri: Should we try to make an effort to have our householders go and live on the farms, a special effort? If it's ready to do that?

Prabhupäda: Why householders? Everyone. Hare Kåñëa. (japa)

Rämeçvara: In America there is a very big emphasis on getting people to join us by moving into our temples. The temple presidents are very eager to get as many people to move in as possible, but in the long run most people cannot come up to the standard.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I am... Farms.

Rämeçvara: So they have to be encouraged to have a little bit of Kåñëa consciousness in their own home, make their home a temple.

Prabhupäda: No, let them go to the farm, New Vrindaban.

Rämeçvara: Many people... Most people in the world, they are gåhamedhés, and they cannot give it up so easily.        

Prabhupäda: "No, you remain... Come here with your wife, children. You remain gåhamedhé."

Jagadéça: New Vrindaban is very austere. If we build little bungalows with modern convenience...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.    

Jagadéça: There has to be some modern convenience.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Then we shall do that.

Rämeçvara: But for many people who live in the cities, they have their jobs already. They don't want to give it up.()

Rämeçvara: Say, in America, most people live in the cities, and they already have their job, and they are set in their ways.

Prabhupäda: But you said that there is unemployment also.

Rämeçvara: To a certain extent. But there are still 250,000,000 people. So most of them...

Prabhupäda: So those who are unemployed, let them come to us. We shall give them employment.

Rämeçvara: Yes. But for the mass population...

Prabhupäda: Well, gradually you will increase and...

Rämeçvara: We have to give them something that they can do in their home. Because it is impractical to think that they will give up everything and move into the temple.

Prabhupäda: No, those who are unemployed, let them come. We shall give them employment.

Jagadéça: On the farm.   

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: For those who are unemployed, that's attractive.

Jagadéça: But for those who are already employed...

Rämeçvara: But most people have jobs.       

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Rämeçvara: Many people already have their jobs and their families.

Prabhupäda: All right, let them not come, but those who are unemployed, let them come.

Rämeçvara: But what...? For those people who already have their jobs, instead of...

Prabhupäda: That job... They will be very soon jobless. Don't worry. (laughs) They will come. They will be obliged to come. Now they have got job, but as the days are advancing in Kali-yuga, they'll be jobless.

Hari-çauri: So we can expect that material conditions are going to become very much worse than this. 

Prabhupäda: 

They may come or not. We don't care for it.

Let us establish an ideal society

That is the...
Jagadéça: If someone who is well-off wants to become a devotee, shall we encourage him to give up all of his material well-being or shall we ask him to instead put a temple in his house and encourage him how to make his house into a temple and make his whole family Kåñëa conscious?

Prabhupäda: And what is your material well-being? Everyone is going hundred miles for well-being. Is that well-being? Either they may go by motorcar or by train... And as soon as there is—what is called?—bottle-neck, they become very much disturbed: "How to go to the office?" Where is well-being?

Rämeçvara: Say, the Christian religion... The Christian religion has millions of followers.

Prabhupäda: But what is the meaning of these followers? They do not understand anything. Simply by rubber-stamp they are follower.

Rämeçvara: But if we can get a mass following, it is only possible by preaching to them little bit at a time.

Prabhupäda: Yes. By your ideal life, ideal teaching, you'll get. This Christian or any religion, what is the use of that? It's not at all religion. It's simply rubber-stamp.

Room Conversation           January 21, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Rämeçvara: And you also mentioned not so much these ugra-karmic jobs.              Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes.

Rämeçvara: Industry. Now hundreds of thousands of people have their jobs in this way. So...

Prabhupäda: Let them go to the farm. We are therefore organizing farm. As soon as they are jobless, "Come on. We shall feed you. We shall give you food." There is no scarcity of food.

Hari-çauri: Does that mean we have to wait for the situation to arise where they are jobless?

Prabhupäda: No. Wait... We are waiting, but if anyone comes, we have already big, big farms. "Come, hundreds. We shall provide you."

Hari-çauri: But this is talking in terms of millions of people who are engaged in America in the cities.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Let millions... The land is also millions' acres. 

We shall utilize gradually.

Rämeçvara: Now, what I am thinking is this, that you have mentioned many times, several times, that there is a conflict which is inevitable between Russia and America.

Prabhupäda: Hm. No, if they understand Kåñëa consciousness, both of them—now we are publishing—then there will be no conflict on...

Rämeçvara: If Russia...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: But if not...

Prabhupäda: Then we shall force America to fight with them. Finish this philosophy.

Rämeçvara: Now, if this conflict takes place, then you mentioned that many cities both in America and Russia will be bombed or affected by this conflict.

Prabhupäda: Hm, hm.

Rämeçvara: So when the war is finished...

Prabhupäda: Then they will come to their senses.
Rämeçvara: Then there will be nothing left. Their jobs, their factories, it will all... So then they'll be able to easily understand, "Now let us start again. We'll live on the farm. Simpler life."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: But...

Prabhupäda: Yes. That will be good lesson for them.

Rämeçvara: So is this conflict part of the spreading of Kåñëa consciousness?
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. To... Conflict means to finish the sinful activities, finish, stop it.

Rämeçvara: It seems that then this conflict will be a great opportunity for our movement.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: And afterwards there will be an opportunity to influence people.

Prabhupäda: We shall take every opportunity. We are the best opportunists. Änukülyena kåñëanu... This is änuküla. This is favorable for spreading Kåñëa consciousness. We shall immediately accept. It doesn't matter what it is. We do not depend on the public opinion—"This is good" or "This is bad." Our "good" "bad" is: if it is favorable for spreading Kåñëa consciousness, it is good; otherwise bad.

Rämeçvara: So it seems that as our movement grows more and more...

Prabhupäda: Strong.

Rämeçvara: ...then America will more and more be considering active stopping of Communism. It'll be logical.

Prabhupäda: Everything will be stopped, all bogus social, political or religious systems. They will be all stopped.

Rämeçvara: Then this will be a natural development of the growth of the Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Two things: pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. As the duñkåtä—na mäà duñkåtä müòhäù—will be reduced, the sädhu will increase. Or the sädhu will increase, the duñkåta will decrease.

Rämeçvara: This conflict will be global. It will affect the whole world.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. That doesn't matter.

Hari-çauri: We're already in every country now.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the Kurukñetra fight.

Rämeçvara: So this conflict will take place...

Prabhupäda: Support Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja and kill Duryodhana. This is Kurukñetra.

Rämeçvara: It seems our movement has to grow much more...

Prabhupäda: It will grow.

Rämeçvara: ...before this will take place.

Prabhupäda: It will grow: It is growing. Simply our workers should be very sincere and strict, and it will it grow. Nobody can check. That's a fact. 

Simply we have to be very strict and sincere. Then nobody can check.

Rämeçvara: Because after such a conflict the whole world will...

Prabhupäda: Conflict is already there. Just like they're opposing.

Rämeçvara: But I mean actual destruction of their culture, their...

Prabhupäda: Now they are trying to destroy us. And we are trying to destroy them. The conflict is already there. And this is now psychological fight. And then there will be actual fight. And we must take part in that fight.

Rämeçvara: We will be the only ones who have any vision what to do after the war.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We have got clear vision. We are not putting any theory. We are always presenting fact, and that is materializing. 

Just like we started this farm.

It is materializing gradually.

It is not yet fully organized; still, there is hope that it will give peace to the people. 

There is sufficient hope.

Hari-çauri: Is our goal to actually establish Vedic principles back into society again at large?

Prabhupäda: Yes.
Rämeçvara: Of course.

Prabhupäda: That will be Satya-yuga. Again the Vedic principles will be established after finishing this Kali-yuga. And that is Satya-yuga. That is going on. Just after summer, there is winter. There is... After winter, there is summer.

Rämeçvara: But this is extraordinary. Lord Caitanya's movement, the ten thousand years of His movement, that is a special exception for the Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: Special for this millennium. But the thing is going on like that, rotating.

Rämeçvara: But in general, first it gets more and more degraded. Then it's all finished.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Unless there is degradation, there is no question of improvement. So this is going on. This is nature's way, bhütvä bhütvä praléyate [Bg. 8.19], appearance and disappearance.

Rämeçvara: Now, this Kåñëa conscious government... Will many of the things that are going on in America, like schools and education, teaching people to read and write...

Prabhupäda: They'll have to reform.

Rämeçvara: That will all continue, but it will be adjusted so that Kåñëa consciousness...

Prabhupäda: Yes, Gurukula, Gurukula education.

Rämeçvara: Still we'll be teaching subjects like history and math.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Without teaching, how the human society will exist? There must be.

Hari-çauri: No, he's talking about some of the subjects they teach now.

Rämeçvara: Material science as well as spiritual science?

Prabhupäda: No. No, no. There is no need of so-called material science—how to kill children in the womb. These things will be kicked out. Nonsense.

Rämeçvara: Do you think that they will adopt Indian medicine over Western medicine, things like that? Because there has to be some varëäçrama.

Prabhupäda: No, medicine, if it is actually medicine, it will be accepted. It doesn't matter whether it is Indian or Western. If it is medicine it will be accepted.

Rämeçvara: So that kind of research is in the mode of goodness.

Prabhupäda: That is already there. We have to make little research. It, already there. There are books, Äyurvedic books. They are very nice. Everything can be done. Dhanvantari. It is given by Dhanvantari avatära, incarnation of Kåñëa.

Rämeçvara: You have written in the First Canto that we welcome scientists, doctors...

Prabhupäda: Yes, if it is beneficial.

Rämeçvara: We welcome all these people if they dovetail their work for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: So it's not that these...

Prabhupäda: We do not approve anything which is not actually beneficial. Otherwise it doesn't matter, homeopathic or allopathic. But there is standard medicine given by Dhanvantari.
Rämeçvara: Yes. But what about certain technological advancements like airplanes and automobiles?

Prabhupäda: There are subtler aeroplanes. Aeroplane is mentioned in the çästras. Now they are working on machine, but there are aeroplanes which can work on mantra.

Rämeçvara: But that science is lost.

Prabhupäda: Not lost. It is there.

Hari-çauri: It's hidden.

Rämeçvara: We can't practice that. 

Prabhupäda: No, we can practice what is called äkäça paöala. This book is there in Germany. It was purchased by the Germans.

Rämeçvara: But do you think that the Vedic sciences will be revived as our movement becomes...

Prabhupäda: No, no, our main purpose is to revive Kåñëa consciousness. In favor of this Kåñëa consciousness, whatever is available, beneficial, we shall adopt.

Rämeçvara: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That's all.

Rämeçvara: In other words, we want to reorganize all of society so that they develop Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa consciousness. That's it. We do not hate anything. That is not our business. Just like we utilizing this. So it is modern, scientific gift. So we can utilize it for spreading Kåñëa consciousness. We do not say... We are not so bigot—"No, no. It is material. We shall not touch it." We are not such fool.

Hari-çauri: No, we can use everything.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: But just like when we want to try and attract someone to Kåñëa consciousness now, the main theme is to try to get them to come and stay at the temple. But will that continue in the future?

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. Why not? It is learning. It is center for teaching you.

Rämeçvara: No, you've... I think... You have already mentioned that we cannot expect that every man will completely surrender cent percent.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That is not possible.

Rämeçvara: There can be one example.

Prabhupäda: There are three guëas. So somebody is under sattva-guëa, somebody is... So you cannot disturb the... Let them remain in their... But we... Our process is transcendental. Kevalayä bhaktyä. Kecit kevalayä bhaktyä väsudeva-paräyaëaù [SB 6.1.15]. Simply by bhakti we transcend all qualities—sattva-guëa, rajo-guëa, tamo-guëa. So we have nothing to do with the qualities of material nature.

Hari-çauri: So those persons who can't come up to the standard of the temple life...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...they should remain outside.

Prabhupäda: That is above all the guëas.

Rämeçvara: That's very rare. That is the most rare.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Not every man. You always say it's not possible for every man.

Prabhupäda: No, that you cannot do. Because you are in the material world, how you can avoid the influence of material qualities? But our process is so nice that anyone can avoid if he follows. There is no difficulty.

Hari-çauri: But just like in our society we already have so many people who are initiated, but they can't follow the principles very strictly.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. It will take some time. They'll do it.

Hari-çauri: They just have to be encouraged to keep that association.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I stress in every letter, 

"Chant Hare Kåñëa at least sixteen times.

Follow the principles."

That can be done.(?) This simple method will help. Even if he cannot strictly follow, still, whatever he has done, that is his asset. And it will give me more and more chance. So it is not actually lost. Tyaktvä sva-dharmaà caraëämbhujaà harer, patet tato yadi bhajann apakvo 'tha.

Hari-çauri: So we have to give allowances to such people. We have to give allowance?

Prabhupäda: Allowance? It is not allowance, but give him instruction. It is up to him to follow or not to follow.

Hari-çauri: But we cannot give any compromise.

Prabhupäda: No. This is the way. "But you are not able? All right, take little more time."

Hari-çauri: So, say like one point now that's coming up more and more is that these married couples, the women want a divorce or get another husband.

Prabhupäda: But we should not implicate.

Hari-çauri: So we cannot encourage divorce.

Prabhupäda: No. We do not meddle matters in that way very much. That is a sideline.

Rämeçvara: And one thing about government that we see, at least in America, is that each time there is an election the candidates may make so many pledges, "I think I'll go this way."

Prabhupäda: No, election is going on under some rules and regulations, so you can make election under Kåñëa conscious government rules and regulations. That can be done. Legislative assembly, the senators, they must be all first-class brähmaëas. Otherwise he cannot be elected. This is should be introduced. 

Unless one is following the brahminical principles,

he cannot be elected.

He must give up these four principles of sinful life.

He should not accept any salary.

Very much learned scholar in Vedic literature.

Then he will be elected.

Rämeçvara: That will happen one day.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That will guide the whole nation. The rascals, anyway, the naked and prostitute-hunter, what they can do? These third-class, fourth-class, tenth-class men are being elected. There is no happiness. There is no solution of problems. All tenth-class men. I directly challenged one gentleman that "You are all tenth-class men." Päpa... Päpa...

Hari-çauri: That man in Perth.

Prabhupäda: "There is no first-class man now governing the situation. All fourth class, fifth class, tenth class. There is no first-class man." I challenged him.

Hari-çauri: When he went out the door he said, "Oh, well, I suppose I'd better go back to my fourth-class life."

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Yes. You are already.

Rämeçvara: In Vedic culture, kings like Parékñit Mahäräja were trained when they were very young.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: So it seems...

Prabhupäda: They were trained by the first-class brähmaëas, saintly persons. They abided by their order. There was committee, advisory committee. Even at the time of his death, he's asking advice from the saintly..., "What is my duty?" That is king. He's not doing anything whimsically. And the first-class man should be first-class. Then second-class man, executive, kñatriyas, they will force: "You must do it!" And then the third class, they should produce and carry out the order of the second class, king. And fourth class, they cannot do anything. Let them serve everyone, that's all, çüdras. They have no intelligence. But everyone is important, cooperatively. This is society. You require also legs; you require also heads. Simply heads will not help you. Head will give instruction, "Leg, please walk in this way." That's all, legs will move. He carries me. "Hands, give me protection." Immediately, "Yes!" A bad somebody(?) "Come on." Yes. Coming. "Belly, you produce food, sufficient, so that the legs, hands and brain, everyone will be provided with sufficient..." This way. This is society. All third-class, fourth-class men, simply going to the factory, and they are making laws. This is... What is called? Chaos. Chaotic society, no brain.
Hari-çauri: Pandemonium.

Prabhupäda: Pandemonium, yes. This has to be reformed. 

You cannot avoid these four classes 

working under the superior instruction of brahminical culture.
Then everything... 

This life successful, next life is back to home, back to Godhead.
That is civilization, no speculation.

The formula is already there. Bhagavad-gétä is the guidance, as it is. "Be happy here, and next life hope. Why you are disappointed? Take this way and be happy." 

This is our movement.
We are not going to exploit anyone. We are giving the right path: "Be happy in this life and next life also." 

This is our mission.

Para upakära. They are blindly following some ways of life. Blind men, certainly, without guidance, we are falling down in the ditch. Once this human life is misused, he falls down in the ditch. He does not... He becomes a tree. "Stand up there for one thousand years. What you can do?" This risk they are taking. They do not believe, therefore, there is next life. And wherefrom this life came, varieties? 

These rascals have no brain, and they are passing as scientist, politician, philosopher, all rascals, tenth-class men. Tell them. Challenge them, "What do you know about the value of life? Your brain must be washed to clear out all the dirty things." Our duty is that. Just like a patient does not know how he will be cured, but the surgeon—"Operation. Clear out these pusses." He may protest, "Oh, you are clearing out my pusses!" But "Yes! It is my business. Clear out the pusses. Then you will be relieved—by force." But he can protest, "Oh, you are clearing out my pusses!" "Pusses, what for you...? Pusses is not to be maintained. It has to be cleared out." This is para upakära, doing good to others. And the patient will protest, "Oh, this rascal doctor, killing me, killing me, killing me!" "Yes, I am not killing you. I am saving you. You go on accusing me any way, but I must do my duty." This is the point. "Yes, we are washing brain," exactly like the experienced surgeon. He doesn't make any compromise. "Oh, you are suffering from the boil. There is pus. All right, you don't like operation?" Will that cure? ""No, fool! Come one. Bring knife. Cut it. Press. Now?" "Oh, I am so relieved! You are God. You are God." Then he will see. That is our duty: purge out all pusses accumulated due to infection, material infection. This is our duty. We cannot make any compromise. When the pusses are to be purged out, we cannot take your advice, that "Just blow some air from the mouth or some fan. It will be cured." No, it will not be. Take surgical operation. That is only way. Purge out. "No this! No this! No this! No meat-eating, no..." This is purging.

Rämeçvara: Thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (end)

Morning Walk January 28, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Prabhupäda: This is also arrangement by Kåñëa. Vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm. "I will arrange soldiers. Russia will arrange for military power, America will arrange for military power, and they'll be engaged in fighting so that the overburdened earth will be released from these, all these demons. And it will pave the way for Kåñëa consciousness." And so long they're alive, they'll protest against Kåñëa consciousness: "This is brainwash." So Kåñëa will arrange war between them. Then they'll be finished, and it will be easy for us to make progress. So pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8].

Satsvarüpa: Why will that be favorable for us? You said that will be...

Prabhupäda: Pariträëäya sädhünäm, that we are meeting so many obstacles for these rascal demons, and when they will be killed, then our path will be easier. And they will also understand that "This demonic way of life is not good. Let us take to Kåñëa." [break] ...that unnecessarily they fight occasionally between themselves. There is no question of fight. There is a Malthus's theory in economics that when the population is increased, there is... (end)

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.12            Los Angeles, January 9, 1974

If people become irreligious, then the whole world becomes a hell. Just like at the present moment, anywhere you go, it is hellish condition. Nobody is peaceful, nobody is happy, although materially very much advanced. Political entanglement, social entanglement, religious entanglement, economic entanglement. Simply entanglement. No peaceful living, anywhere. Just like at the present moment, the whole world there is... What is that crisis? Power crisis? Energy crisis. So crisis must be there. Otherwise, if you live peacefully, even within so many crisis, war, and fighting, we are thinking this world is very nice. In spite of all these difficulties. Especially in the Western countries, every ten years there is a war. First World War, Second World War. Before that, Hundred Years War, Seven Years War, Trafalgar's war, Waterloo war. War, war, war. There cannot be any peaceful life, because everyone is rogue and rascal, so there must be war. There must be punishment by nature. As soon as there is overpopulation...

That is Malthus's theory also, that as soon as there is overpopulation, there must be something disturbance, war, pestilence, epidemic, and finished, finished. The extra population, unnecessary. Varëa-saìkara. They are called varëa-saìkara. Varëa-saìkara... 

Because by nature

there must be brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra,

by nature.

That should be organized.

Head is head, tail is tail, not that head, tail, everything is one. That is called varëa-saìkara. Kåñëa, Arjuna has argued that if the family members... If the woman becomes widow, then there will be varëa-saìkara population. Varëa-saìkara population means a population who cannot say who is his father. That is varëa-saìkara. Or which caste does he belong, what is his father, what is his family. No, nothing, no information. That is called varëa-saìkara. So when the varëa-saìkara population increases, then the whole world becomes hell.

So in order to save the world to become hellish, the king was so alert. That is also bhakti. Because the whole natural plan is to come back to home, back to Godhead. This is nature's plan. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. Just like the police department. What is the meaning of police department? Why government spends so much money for police department? Just to keep law and order. There must be. As soon as there is disobedience of law and order, immediately police department must go and punish and arrest. We can experience these things. Similarly, by God's side, there is such department, police department. That is mäyä, Durgädevé. Durgädevé, you have seen. Most of you might not have seen Durgädevé's picture, with trident, trident in the hand. The asura is being attacked by the trident. So this trident means threefold miseries. You have seen the picture, mother, goddess Durgä is piercing the trident just here on the heart. This trident means threefold miseries: adhyätmika, adhibhautika, adhidaivika. I have several times explained: pertaining to the body and mind, pertaining to the other living entities, adhibhautika, adhidaivika, pertaining to the nature's disturbance.

So always we must be disturbed. If everything is all right... Just like in your country, supposing everything is all right. But what is that severe disease? Cancer. Cancer. People are afraid of cancer. Or something else. Must be. You cannot be peaceful here. That is not possible. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. But the foolish rascals, they cannot understand that "I want to live peacefully, happily. Why these things are enforced upon me?" That is consciousness, real consciousness. Nobody wants to die, nobody wants to suffer from disease. Nobody wants to be suffering from any calamity, or nobody wants that there should be fire. Now just see. Especially in America we see, dun-dun-dun-dun-dun-dun, going down, fire brigade. But nobody wanted fire, but the fire brigade is alert because there must be fire somewhere. That is expected. That is expected. And if there is fire, there will be havoc. So nobody wants the havoc, but it takes place. It takes place. This is the nature's law. Because as soon as dharmasya glänir bhavati, tadätmänaà såjämy aham. There may not be discrepancies in the process of religious life. That is nature's law.

Room Conversation                 January 29, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Prabhupäda: Yes. I have no objection, English. But if they wanted that national language, why not take Sanskrit? I am international. I don't believe in this national or statewise. I never believed. This is very good idea, éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]. God is the proprietor. He is the original father. Ahaà béja-pradaù pitä [Bg. 14.4]. Why do they not take this philosophy? They have attempted this United Nation organization. And where is the philosophy how to make one state? That is cheating them. Why not make one state?

Hari-çauri: They actually don't desire that.

Prabhupäda: No.

Hari-çauri: They can speak, "United Nations," but...

Prabhupäda: The barking, dog's bark. Otherwise, what... They do not attempt it. Why not make one state—the whole world? Keep the democracy, but make one state, "United States of the World." Why "United States of America"? Make English language common language and "United States of the World." If they organize, they can do it. Just like United States has included Hawaii. They are not actually of the same blood. They are not European. So how they are managing Hawaii? Hawaii is a different stock. It is from Chinese.                                                                                                    Hari-çauri: Polynesian actually.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is actually a type of Chinese people. That, our Bali-mardana's wife, belongs to that stock. But in order to elevate her she represents that "I belong to the Japanese." (laughs) but I have studied. She belongs to that Hawaii. Maybe her father or somebody was respectable or rich man in that Hawaii, but she does not belong to Japan. She is that Hawaiian-Chinese stock. So the United States, they have included this and going on nice. Their position is now secure. Nobody can invade. The Japanese tried to invade Pearl Harbor. Then finished. Atom bomb. The atom bomb was dropped on account of their attempt to invade this Pearl Harbor. In Honolulu there is Pearl Harbor.

Hari-çauri: Yeah. They would never have entered the war unless... They weren't going to enter the war...

Prabhupäda: These poor Japanese, in two, three wars they attempted to expand. They are very poor in their land. Practically they have no place, very poor. Only by some technical knowledge they are maintaining. Otherwise they have no food, no shelter. Very poor country. I have studied. The Dai Nippon directors, they are living in a thatched house. And their system is: big company, they supply everything—food, cloth, medicine, children's education, and little salary. So people do not leave the post.

Hari-çauri: Yes. Because their whole life is there.

Prabhupäda: They are not independent. Fully dependent on the employer. So they give poor salary. Dai Nippon has their own hospital, own education, and everything, big industry. And little salary, that's all. So whatever house they allot, they have to accept. And I have seen the director living in a cottage like this almost. So Japanese actually they are poor. Only the capitalists, they have got... Therefore their yen value... You go to purchase—"Two thousand yen." You'll be surprised, "So much paying!" But it has no value. "One million yen." (laughs) In the beginning I... "What is this nonsense? So much?"

Hari-çauri: Our devotees, Gurukåpä's party, they're talking about they collect a hundred thousand, eighty thousand, but it means, that means...

Prabhupäda: It means few dollars.             

Hari-çauri: Yes. Three or four hundred dollars.

Prabhupäda: In taxi in the beginning, I saw, "Three hund..., three thousand dollar." So (laughs)... And "Three thousand yen." So I did not know. I have got... They changed. Not dishonest. Honest or dishonest, I did not know. Whatever they took and returned, that's all. But I know they are not dishonest. They are nice people, hard worker, honest. But Japanese... This Tojo attempted that "This is the time for expanding with German help." Bad luck. They could not do. They wanted to keep China under their control. That also failed. They fought with the Russians in the beginning, when we were children, to expand-failed. This time they wanted to occupy Hawaii.

Hari-çauri: They had many, many islands. They took a lot. But gradually the Americans won them all back.

Prabhupäda: Now they are migrating. In Hawaii there are many Japanese. Many Japanese.

Hari-çauri: They're very much wanted in other countries as well. They're technicians.

Prabhupäda: So if you can educate people, they will be united. This is actually united nations movement. Actually see how these Europeans, Americans, and Africans, and others, without any artificial allurement, how we are keeping together. 

Nobody is dissatisfied with humble eating, humble living, humbly, plain living.

So it is possible. There is possibility.

We live simple life, high thinking-United Nation.
We can possibly... And there will be no scarcity. If we live simple life with Kåñëa conscious thinking, There will be no scarcity.

Hari-çauri: Just like India has so many villages. Because they are living simply, then there's enough for everyone.

Prabhupäda: No scarcity. Population increasing? You increase your food. So much land everywhere vacant, all over the world. But that they will not do. They will keep the cattles and eat. Cattle also, they want vegetables. Otherwise where you'll get cattle? But therefore in Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Produce food grains. Just like this is. How nice it is, from paddy. So you take the paddies, rice, eat, and the grass you can utilize in so many ways. Anywhere you can till the ground, you get paddy and the grass. Make your cottage. So shelter is there. And the animals also like this grass. You can make home. Where is the scarcity? 

Plain living, high thinking, and prepare for next life.
Go back home, back to Godhead. 

Finish this hellish life of repeated birth and death.
There is no knowledge. And when we try to give them this knowledge, they say, "You are brainwashed. You have imported some new way of life, style of life. Brainwash." So our European, American devotees, they like rice? No.                          

Hari-çauri: Yes.

Prabhupäda: In this country rice is staple. Orissa, Bengal, Bihar. They take more rice.

Hari-çauri: Yes, big amount of rice, small sabji.

Prabhupäda: Japan also, same thing like Bengal and Orissa...That is their staple.

Prabhupäda: How these Japanese died? In Manipur?  

Svarüpa Dämodara: Yes.

Prabhupäda: How?

Svarüpa Dämodara: They came. I think in the war.

Prabhupäda: Oh, they attacked Manipur, and they were killed.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Actually the main Second World War was in Manipur towards the end.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Towards the end. The Japanese were trying to enter India, and Subash Bose was there.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Yes, many people saw Subash Bose.

Prabhupäda: So Japanese planned that "Kill Subash Bose, and let us enter." Subash Bose wanted Japanese help to enter India. The Japanese took this opportunity that "We shall enter India and kill Subash Bose." That was their trick.

Bhägavata: So then they killed him. They killed him in that plane crash.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The Japanese had no honesty, dishonest. You see? They thought "This is the opportunity that this Indian leader wants our help. So with his help we enter India. And this is the opportunity to occupy India." Because they are searching after land. They are very poor in land. They have no place, and very little land. Therefore they are now going to Hawaii to settle down. They have no place.

Bhägavata: How did Subash Bose get from India to Germany?

Prabhupäda: That is also political. He was, what is called, interned at home.

Bhägavata: By the British. Kept in his house.

Prabhupäda: Hm. So there was the minister Nizamuddin, I think, he helped him to go out. He was going for evening walk with police force and other. So it became accustomed. Police became lenient, in the meantime slipped. And in a dress of a Käbuli, Käbuli-wälä, Päöhan he crossed India. In this way he went there.

Bhägavata: I heard he took the dress of a Muslim?

Prabhupäda: Yes, this is called... Yes. This is called päöhan. So after going outside India, he organized this INA, Indian National Army. And Hitler helped him. Tojo also wanted to help him, but he had a plan.

Bhägavata: Different motive. So Hitler, he had no...

Prabhupäda: No Hitler actually helped him, all the soldiers. And then the Sikh soldiers and Gurkha soldiers voluntarily surrendered to join INA. And this information obliged the Britishers to go away. Then "Now the army is joining national movement, so there is no hope." The Gandhi's noncooperation, the clerks' noncooperation the, some of these teachers' noncooperation what do they care for? But when they saw that "The soldiers are now going to join this non..." Gandhi diagnosed the disease rightly, that "The Britishers are here on account of our cooperation. Without this cooperation, they'll go away." That's a fact. So his noncooperation movement was... It was a good trick, but actually he did not succeed. And this movement succeeded. That "Now he's organizing Indian soldiers for national movement. There is no chance."

Gargamuni: That Mrs. Lalita Bose, she compared you to Nethaji, that you went outside of India and organized an army, (laughter) then came back to India. She said that. She's the grand-daughter? That Lalita Bose?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Niece.

Gargamuni: She said, "Your Gurujé is just like Nethaji. He went outside of India and organized army of Vaiñëavas."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now it is in the right hand. Resourceful, you Americans. You can do this. There is scientist. So we have got the framework very nice. Now you can push on. It is a good movement for the benefit of the whole world. Kåñëa will help you. Kåñëa will recognize you. Go on pushing rightly. 

Our only mission is para-upakära—we don't want to exploit anyone—Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. The people in general, human being, they have got this opportunity of being out of the clutches of mäyä and they are kept in darkness. What is this? Is that civilization? This is our mission. Here is opportunity for his getting out of the clutches of mäyä, daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä [Bg. 7.14], and they are being misled, the so-called science and nasty philosophy and economics and making them, training them as demons and räkñasas. What is this civilization? So our movement is against this demonic civilization. It is really para-upakära.

bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma yära         janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära          [Cc. Ädi 9.41]

And this is India's mission, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission, para-upakära. So... And Kåñëa also confirms, ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñv abhidhäsyati, na ca tasmäd... [Bg 18.68]. You'll be recognized by Kåñëa. Simply go on sincerely working for this movement. Nobody can defeat you. Take all strategic point, fighting with mäyä, and become victorious. From any point of view, come on. We shall fight with mäyä. It is a great declaration of fight with mäyä. Not with mäyä. Our fight is with the demons. Mäyä is servant, maidservant of Kåñëa. She can withdraw by the order. But she cannot withdraw because people are demons. So this European opposition, American opposition is that the demons are now feeling the pressure. That is recognition that "Now it is a fight. We have to defend."

Nanda-kumära: The outcome of the battle is already decided. Just like in Bhagavad-gétä, we've already won. We just have to keep, keep fighting.

Prabhupäda: They are now feeling the pressure of the opposite party. So fight is fight. When there is fight, my Guru Mahäräja used to say, "Some of our soldiers will die. It doesn't matter." You don't expect that not a single soldier of your party will not die. No, some of them will die. Still fight must go on. Fight cannot be stopped. So fight like brave soldiers, Kåñëa will help you. 

Don't make any compromise. No truce with these demons.
Fight must be. Our fighting weapon is Hare Kåñëa movement. That's all. Säìgopäìgästra-pärñadam. Astra. That astra is yajïaiù saìkértana, this saìkértana, this astra weapon. They're now afraid of this astra more than atomic weapon. Is it not?

Gargamuni: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) So...

Svarüpa Dämodara: Everybody knows. At least, everybody knows about Hare Kåñëa, about this saìkértana.

Prabhupäda: No it is more dangerous than the atomic weapon. They have accepted it.

Gargamuni: Yes. In many countries we are known to be very dangerous, this Hare Kåñëa. They are afraid.

Svarüpa Dämodara: They even write, the psychiatrists, that "These people are very dangerous." (Prabhupäda chuckles)

Bhägavata: We are threatening their sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So go on with fighting. We are not the Våndävana bäbäjés: "No, we are so perfect we do not go out of Våndävana, and chant... Chant or not chant, we have got three dozen widows." This is going on. Sahajiyä. Still they are better because they have accepted Kåñëa as the Supreme Lord, than these demons. Our Guru Mahäräja said that although we condemn these sahajiyäs, but they are better than the Mäyävädés because they accept Kåñëa as Supreme Lord. Their character is not good. But still, because they accept Kåñëa as the Supreme Lord somehow or other, they are better than these Mäyävädés.

Bhägavata: Sahajiyä.

Prabhupäda: Sahajiyä means they have taken everything very easy. That's all.
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Satsvarüpa: But at least if there is extreme exploitation by a king or dictator it can't be changed. But the people...

Prabhupäda: There cannot be exploitation if things are made in order. Just like kñatriya should be trained up as kñatriya. Then he is king. Not that a bhangi by vote becomes a king. This is education.

çauryaà tejo dhåtir däkñyaà yuddhe cäpy apaläyanam dänam éçvara-bhävaç ca kñätraà karma svabhäva-jam

 [Bg. 18.43]

He must be very powerful, very strong, strongly built. You have seen the picture, Rämacandra? Sturdy body. You see. Lakñmaëa. Because kñatriya. They should be trained up as kñatriya. Therefore the varëäçrama college is required to train people who is able to become a brähmaëa, who is able to become a kñatriya, who is able to become... In this way division must be. And according to the quality and work there must be division for cooperation. There is a big scheme. They have lost. They do not know. All bhangis, camara, çüdras, they are simply given vote. That's all. Where is the training?
Hari-çauri: But what is the use of having big strong body if now they're using airplanes and tanks and guns.

Prabhupäda: That is your useless waste of time. Why? Therefore the war does not stop, unnecessary war, and such a big war, Kurukñetra, in eighteen days it is finished. This is decision. And this is going on, continually war, strain, politics, diplomacy, lecture, Parliament. There is no finishing of war. There is no finishing. It will go on. Just like same example: If you keep the dogs as dogs, they'll going on barking. It will never finish. So this is the civilization of dog work. It is not human civilization. Therefore it is going on. War is not stopped. Where is stop? War is stopped? No. Going on. And it will go on because they are dogs. You cannot stop their barking. There are so many things. If we follow the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä, then whole world will be... This is a fact. Now, how to implement it, that is another thing. It is a fact.

Hari-çauri: Because even the yavanas and mlecchas were following the kñatriya system in Kåñëa's time. Just like Jaräsandha. He had all the chivalrous respect of a kñatriya even though he was a demon. But nowadays everybody's... No one is...

Prabhupäda: Everybody's çüdra. Nobody's brähmaëa, nobody's...  

Hari-çauri: No.

Prabhupäda: Çüdra is to be controlled only. They are never given to be freedom. Just like in America. The blacks ... They were under control. And since you have given them equal rights they are disturbing, most disturbing, always creating a fearful situation, uncultured and drunkards. What training they have got? They have got equal right? That is best, to keep them under control…but give them sufficient food, sufficient cloth, not more than that. Then they will be satisfied.

Hari-çauri: If that's done then how will those who have some potential to be educated, how will we recognize them?

Prabhupäda: Either educate them or control them. Give them facility of education. But there is no education at all. Even for the whites there is no education. So we are stressing on the point of education. You educate certain section as brähmaëa, certain section as kñatriya, certain section as vaiçya. In that education we don't discriminate because he's coming of a çüdra family. Take education. Be qualified. Then you talk. Not by votes.

Satsvarüpa: Lord Caitanya, when Rämänanda Räya brought this up He said it was not possible in this age to introduce this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not... He did not say (not) possible. Ihä bähya. Caitanya Mahäprabhu was interested only on the spiritual platform. He had no idea of material side. He rejected material side.

Satsvarüpa: But don't we do that also?

Prabhupäda: No. Our position is different. We are trying to implement Kåñëa consciousness in everything. And Caitanya Mahäprabhu personally took sannyäsa. He rejected completely material. Niñkiïcana. But we are not going to be niñkiïcana. We are trying to cement the troubled position of the... That is also in the prescription of Bhagavad-gétä. We are not rejecting the whole society. Caitanya Mahäprabhu rejected everything, ihä bähya. Rejected meaning, "I do not take much interest in this." Bähya. "It is external." He was simply interested in the internal, the spiritual. But our duty is that we shall arrange the external affairs also so nicely that one day they will come to the spiritual platform very easily, paving the way. And Caitanya Mahäprabhu, personality like that, they have nothing to do with this material world. But we are preaching. We are preaching. Therefore we must pave the situation in such a way that gradually they will be promoted to the spiritual plane, which is not required.
Satsvarüpa: Varëäçrama is not required.

Prabhupäda: Not required. Caitanya Mahäprabhu denied, "I am not brähmaëa, I am not kñatriya, I am not this, I am not this." He rejected. But in the Bhagavad-gétä, the cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam [Bg. 4.13]. 

So we are Kåñëa..., preaching Kåñëa consciousness. It must be done.

Hari-çauri: But in Caitanya Mahäprabhu's practical preaching He only induced them to chant.

Prabhupäda: That is not possible for ordinary man.

Hari-çauri: What, to simply induce people to chant?       

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Hari-çauri: He only introduced just the chanting.

Prabhupäda: But who will chant? Who'll chant?

Satsvarüpa: But if they won't chant, then neither will they train up in the varëäçrama. That's the easiest.

Prabhupäda: The chanting will be there, but you cannot expect that people will chant like Caitanya Mahäprabhu. They cannot even chant sixteen rounds. (And) these rascals are going to be Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Satsvarüpa: No. But if they at least will chant and take some prasäda...

Prabhupäda: Chanting will go on. That is not stopped. But at the same time the varëäçrama-dharma must be established to make the way easy.

Hari-çauri: Well, at least my own understanding was that the chanting was introduced in the age of Kali because varëäçrama is not possible.

Prabhupäda: Because it will cleanse the mind. Chanting will not stop.

Hari-çauri: So therefore the chanting was introduced to replace all of the systems of varëäçrama and like that.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it can replace, but who is going to replace it? The... People are not so advanced. If you imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura to chant, it is not possible.

Satsvarüpa: We tell them go on with your job but chant also.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Thäkaha äpanära käje, Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. Äpanära käja ki. Caitanya Mahäprabhu recommended, sthäne sthitaù. And if they do not remain in the sthäna, then the sahajiyä's chanting will come. Just like the sahajiyäs also have got the beads and..., but they have got three dozen women. This kind of chanting will go on. Just like our (name withheld). He was not fit for sannyäsa but he was given sannyäsa. And five women he was attached, and he disclosed. Therefore varëäçrama-dharma is required. Simply show-bottle will not do. So the varëäçrama-dharma should be introduced all over the world, and...
Satsvarüpa: Introduced starting with ISKCON community?
Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Brähmaëa, kñatriyas. There must be regular education.
Hari-çauri: But in our community, if the..., being as we're training up as Vaiñëavas...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...then how will we be able to make divisions in our society?

Prabhupäda:                    Vaiñëava is not so easy. 

The varëäçrama-dharma should be established to become a Vaiñëava.

It is not so easy to become Vaiñëava.

Hari-çauri: No, it's not a cheap thing.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore this should be made. Vaiñëava, to become Vaiñëava, is not so easy. If Vaiñëava, to become Vaiñëava is so easy, why so many fall down, fall down? It is not easy. The sannyäsa is for the highest qualified brähmaëa. And simply by dressing like a Vaiñëava, that is... fall down.

Hari-çauri: So the varëäçrama system is like for the kaniñöhas, Kaniñöha-adhikäré.

Prabhupäda: Kaniñöha?

Hari-çauri: When one is only on the platform of neophyte.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Kaniñöha-adhikäré, yes.

Hari-çauri: Varëäçrama system is beneficial.

Prabhupäda: Kaniñöha-adhikäré means he must be a brähmaëa. That is kaniñöha-adhikäré. The spiritual life, kaniñöha-adhikäré, means he must be a qualified brähmaëa. That is kaniñöha. What is esteemed as very high position in the material world, brähmaëa, that is kaniñöha-adhikäré.

The brähmaëa means from the material stage gradually he is elevated to the spiritual stage. And below the brähmaëa there is no question of Vaiñëava.

Hari-çauri: No question of?

Prabhupäda: Vaiñëavism.

By becoming a brähmaëa, hearing, hearing, hearing... Or by hearing, hearing, hearing, he becomes a brähmaëa. The other qualities, çüdra quality, kñatriya, vaiçya, means finished. So then next stage is, çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù, hådy antaù... Nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu. By this process, hearing... Without becoming a brähmaëa nobody is interested to hear. Then, by hearing, nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu, then abhadra, means the base qualities, means ignorance and passion... These are the base qualities. So nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu. When these base qualities are finished almost, not complete, nityaà bhägavata-sevayä, by hearing from Bhägavata or by serving the spiritual master and Kåñëa consciousness movement-

Then he becomes fixed up in devotional... This devotional service is the first-grade quality of sattva-guëa.

Tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù  [SB 1.2.18] [SB 1.2.19]. When one is situated as a devotee, then this base quality, rajas-tamaù, ignorance and passion, the symptoms: käma-lobhädayaç ca ye. Käma, lusty desires, and greediness. Sex desire, strong sex desire or satisfy the senses, eating too much, lobha, greediness—these things go. Nityaà bhägavata-sevayä bhagavaty uttama... When one is situated in devotional service, tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù. These are rajas-tamo... These are the symptoms of rajas-tamo-bhäväù. Tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobhädayaç ca ye, ceta etair anäviddham [SB 1.2.19]. The mind is no more disturbed with all these things. Sthitaà sattve prasédati. Then he is to be understood... He's in the sattva-guëa. That is perfect brahminical life. Then he'll be pleased. Prasédati. In this way, gradual step... So it is very difficult to bring, introduce varëäçrama, but at least there must be some idea. Just like in the university, nobody is going to study higher mathematics, higher English literature. Nobody goes even in your country. The classes are almost vacant. But still, the government does not close it. The expenditure is high, but there is no student, no income. Therefore the professors coming to us, "Give us some student." You know that? Satsvarüpa: Religion professors.

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, higher studies...           

 Satsvarüpa: Yes. "Send us some of your men."

Prabhupäda: Nobody is interested with higher study. They want some technological understanding so that they can earn money. That's all. This is only interest.

Satsvarüpa: In our ISKCON, one becomes a brähmaëa after a year. It's not very hard. Everyone becomes a brähmaëa.

Prabhupäda: That is due to chanting. That lift very easily.

Hari-çauri: Where will we introduce the varëäçrama system, then?

Prabhupäda: In our society, amongst our members.
Hari-çauri: But then if everybody's being raised to the brahminical platform...

Prabhupäda: Not everybody. Why you are misunderstanding? 

Varëäçrama, not everybody brähmaëa.
Hari-çauri: No, but in our society practically everyone is being raised to that platform. So then one might ask what is...

Prabhupäda: That is... Everybody is being raised, but they're falling down.
Hari-çauri: So then we should make it more difficult to get...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...brahminical initiation. After four or five years.

Prabhupäda: Not necessary. You remain as a kñatriya. You'll be ha...
Hari-çauri: No need for even any brähmaëa initiation, then...

Prabhupäda: No, no.

Hari-çauri: ...unless one is...

Prabhupäda: No, brähmaëa must be there. Why do you say, generalize?

Hari-çauri: Unless one is particularly...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...inclined.

Prabhupäda: Not that a çüdra man is by force become a brähmaëa. You cannot improve. That is not possible. But even if he remains a çüdra and does accordingly, he will get the same position as devotee. Sva-karmaëä tam abhyarcya sam... [Bg. 18.46]. He'll get the perfection. At the present moment the idea is: if one remains a çüdra, then he cannot get perfection. No. Even a çüdra can get perfection provided he does the work of a çüdra perfectly.

Hari-çauri: For Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Therefore why a çüdra artificially should be a brähmaëa? Let them, let him remain a çüdra, and if he follows strictly the rules and regulation of çüdra, he'll also be as good as a brähmaëa. The same example: Just like head is as important as my leg. It is not that because it is leg, it is less important than my head. And if you ask the head, "Do the work of a leg," it is impossible. And if you ask the leg to work as a brain, that is impossible. Let him remain brain, let him remain leg, and do your duty and you become perfect.

Satsvarüpa: Today you've been saying that the Vaiñëava is the highest, above the brähmaëa. But then we've also understood that everyone in ISKCON is a Vaiñëava.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Vaiñëava everyone, even if he's not brähmaëa. Jévera svarüpa haya nitya-kåñëa-däsa [Cc. Madhya 20.108-109]. But you have to gradually bring him to that pure consciousness that "I am servant of Kåñëa." Here the bodily conception is going on, "I am American," "I am Indian," "I am this," "I am that."

Satsvarüpa: If in our society we say, "Çréla Prabhupäda wants some to be çüdra..."

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. I don't want. I want everyone to become Vaiñëava. But because he's a çüdra, it is not possible to bring him immediately to the platform of brähmaëa, or Vaiñëava. Therefore falling down. Therefore system must be. But even if he remains a çüdra, he's a Vaiñëava.
Hari-çauri: So we'd have to completely revise the whole system that we have now.

Prabhupäda: No. Whatever we have, that is all right. But we see by experience that they're falling down. There must be systematic. Why falling down? Because he was not fit for the position, therefore he has fallen. Better remain in his position and become perfect. Why artificially bring them? There is no need. Kåñëa says. Bring that Bhagavad-gétä. Sve sve karmaëy abhirataù?

Hari-çauri: sve sve karmaëy abhirataù saàsiddhià labhate naraù sva-karma-nirataù siddhià yathä vindati tac chåëu

"By following his qualities of work, every man can become perfect. Now please hear from Me how this can be done."

Prabhupäda: Yes. He is çüdra, clerk. He can... As a çüdra, he can get the perfection. Why he should artificially become a brähmaëa and sannyäsé and fall down? This has to be checked.

Hari-çauri: So that depends upon our men who are giving recommendations.

Prabhupäda: So that recommendation is not good. Bible is giving so many recommendation. He's also not following them. (laughs)

Hari-çauri: Following them. So how will we implement? Right now we have... Every temple president can...

Prabhupäda: That is supposed. Where there is no tree, a castor seed tree is very big tree. That is going on.

Satsvarüpa: If there's no tree?

Prabhupäda: You know castor seed tree, a plant? it does not grow.                         Satsvarüpa: Small.

Prabhupäda: Small. So there is no banyan tree. It is taken—"Oh, it is very big."

Hari-çauri: I don't follow the analogy.

Satsvarüpa: In the complete absence of trees, then a small tree is considered big.

Hari-çauri: Oh. (laughs) Well, say, like here in Mäyäpura now we have a situation...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Why? Why one should stress to become big tree? Here it is clearly said even if you are small tree, you can get perfection. So we should take that.

Hari-çauri: So in Mäyäpura here now we have that situation, that so many...

Prabhupäda: Everywhere, wherever, Mäyäpura or anywhere. Question is that here it is clearly said, sve sve karmaëy abhirataù. Brähmaëa has his duty, kñatriya has his duty, vaiçya has his duty, çüdra has his duty. And if he performs his duty nicely, then he also becomes perfect. So why artificially he should be called a brähmaëa? Let them do, according to çästra, the work of çüdra, or vaiçya. He'll get the perfect. Perfection is not checked. But why artificially he should be made a brähmaëa or he should be made a sannyäsé and fall down and become a ludicrous? That is the point. Better let him live in his position and become perfect. That's good. That looks very nice. And that is possible. That is possible. Varëäçramäcäravatä puruñeëa paraù pumän viñëur ärädhyate [Cc. Madhya 8.58]. Viñëu, Lord Viñëu, can be worshiped if you perfectly follow the rules and regulation of four varëas and four äçramas. Here it is also said, sve sve karmaëi. You work as a perfect brähmaëa or a perfect kñatriya, perfect çüdra; you get perfection. The perfection is available in your natural life. Why should artificially you become unnatural and fall down and become ludicrous? 

…Perfection is not checked.

Satsvarüpa: But in most of our temples, the duties are either Deity worship, brähmaëa...

Prabhupäda: Brähmaëas are available. Why you are bothering about this? Brähmaëas are also available, çüdras are also available. Why çüdra should be artificially become a brähmaëa?

Satsvarüpa: What will the çüdras do in the big city temple, in all the temples?

Prabhupäda: Why you are bringing our temples? I am talking of the principle.

Satsvarüpa: Oh.

Hari-çauri: The principle we follow. We're just thinking how it can be implemented. You were saying that it should be started in our society.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is a very broad idea. Now we are speaking of some of them, training them. That is another thing. That is small scale.

Hari-çauri: The principle we're following.

Prabhupäda: Yes. In the... For the big scale, this is the required. In big scale you cannot make all of them as brähmaëas or sannyäsés. No. That is not possible. This is a small scale. How many percentage of people of the world we are controlling? Very insignificant. But if you want to make the whole human society perfect, then this Kåñëa consciousness movement should be introduced according to the Kåñëa's instruction, if you want to do it in a large scale for the benefit of the whole human society. Now we are picking up some of them, best. That is another thing. But Caitanya Mahäprabhu said para-upakära. Why a certain section should be picked up? The whole mass of people will get the benefit of it. Then it is required, systematic. Sve sve karmaëy abhirataù saàsiddhià labhate naraù. Para-upakära means mass benefit, not there is certain section. Then we have to introduce this varëäçrama-dharma. It must be done perfectly, and it is possible and people will be happy.
Satsvarüpa: It requires powerful influence in the society to...

Prabhupäda: Yes. If the leaders of the society, they agree. They are barking like dogs in the United Nation. They should take rightly the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä. Then everything will be all right. They're simply barking like dogs. What benefit is there? What benefit people have derived from the United Nation? Nothing. So if they want actually world peace, world unity, they must take the formula given by Kåñëa. That is our duty. Because we are preaching Kåñëa consciousness, so our duty is to convince that "You are uselessly wasting your time for unity, for benefit of the human... You take this. You'll be happy." We are safe. We have taken to Kåñëa's lotus feet shelter. There is no doubt. But... Just like Prahläda Mahäräja. He said that "I am quite happy. I have no problem. But I am thinking of these rascals." Tato vimüòha-cetasa indriyärtha: "They have made the whole aim of life sense gratification." Indriyärtha. "And for that purpose, a few years, they're making huge arrangement, how we shall become happy?" And next life a dog. It is risky. So as Kåñëa conscious men, we should try to save them. That is the duty. But this civilization as it is going on is very risky. They do not know how nature's law is working, how he's going to be a dog next life. He does not know. Müòho näbhijänäti. To save the mass people from falling down to the repetition of birth and death, that is welfare activity. To save them by Kåñëa consciousness, we have to keep this ideal at least, varëäçrama, that "Here is the position."

Hari-çauri: At this time should we try to introduce it in our centers or not?

Prabhupäda: Always we shall try. Human society will be always there. We have to serve them, para-upakära. We have to keep them in the right position.

Hari-çauri: I just remember two or three years ago there was a thing... A pamphlet came out about introducing the varëäçrama system in the society, but actually nothing came of it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That time was not right. Now you can do something.
Satsvarüpa: That was the beginning of emphasis on farms when Prabhupäda said that, when more and more farms start, the idea of the vaiçya. But nothing else happened.

Prabhupäda: Every business is important. Brähmaëa business is important, kñatriya... Just like the body. Head is important; the arm is important; the belly is important. They must be kept in order. Just like I am in trouble because my belly is not working. Digesting power is not good. So in spite of brain, hand, and leg, I am diseased. If any part of the society remains diseased, the whole society will suffer. Therefore they must be maintained in correct order. You cannot say if there is some trouble in the leg, "Neglect the leg. Take care of the brain." No. Brain will be taxed due to the pain in the leg. This is nature. Therefore everyone should be kept in order. Then things will go on. That is varëäçrama. They do not know that. Sometimes they are giving stress... That communist is giving stress to the çüdra class, and the capitalist are giving to the belly class. And what about the head? What about the arms? And therefore topsy-turvied. Everything is disorder. There are two classes of men now-capitalist and communist. The communist is giving stress, "No. Simply the legs shall be taken care." What is called? Proly?                                

Hari-çauri: Proletariat.

Prabhupäda: What is that proletariat?                                                                  

Satsvarüpa: The laborers.

Prabhupäda: That's all. These rascals are giving stress on the legs. And the capitalists, they are giving stress on production. And where is the kñatriya and brähmaëa?

Hari-çauri: Well, they're all giving stress to accumulation of weapons. They're all giving stress to...

Prabhupäda: That is not kñatriya's business. That is... That is... No, that is described. Kåñëa said... He arranged the battlefield, because the kñatriyas, they became very powerful by individual military strength as it is now...                                                                                                              Hari-çauri: Accumulation.

Prabhupäda: Ha. So Kåñëa arranged: "All right, you come together and finish yourselves." 

So this arrangement will be done that all atomic bomb will come in warfield-one, next, third war, finished. All these, all these demons will be finished. 

That is not kñatriya. This is demonic.

Kñatriyas' business is to see 

that the four orders of life are maintained properly,

not increasing military strength only, overburdened. Everyone is spending 75% of the revenue for military. Huh? Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. So they are demons. Why so much money should be spent for military? They are not kñatriyas. They are not kñatriyas. They are demons. So demons... As soon as there will be number of demons increased, there will be war and finish all.

Hari-çauri: So at least if we successfully introduce the varëäçrama system in our own society, then when all the demons finish themselves...

Prabhupäda: At least... At least... At least they will see, "This is the ideal."

Hari-çauri: Yes. Then if there is a war after that, it will be all right.

Prabhupäda: At least ideal must be there. That we are doing.

Hari-çauri: This will more or less revolutionize the way we're running our centers. If we introduce it, it will more or less revolutionize the way we're running our centers.         Prabhupäda: Why? Why revolution?

Hari-çauri: Because right now our only emphasis is just to simply produce brähmaëas.

Prabhupäda: So why you are taking "we"? Why not others? This is kaniñöha-adhikäré. You are thinking of "we." That is kaniñöha-adhikäré. It is not that "we." Na tad-bhakteñu cänyeñu. You have to think for others also.

Satsvarüpa: But the people are not at our disposal to organize.

Hari-çauri: We are thinking of "we" because actually we only have our own society at the moment to organize.

Satsvarüpa: We cannot approach the masses to organize.

Hari-çauri: It can't be implemented on such a big scale.

Prabhupäda: I do not follow what you say.                                                                    Satsvarüpa: Just like...

Prabhupäda: Ideal. We are giving the ideal.

Satsvarüpa: But no one's listening and no one's taking it up except a few...

Prabhupäda: But you take. You show them.

Hari-çauri: That's why we say, "we."

Prabhupäda: That "We said" means not we are going to take them, but we are simply giving the ideas. We are not going to be a çüdra. But to show the... Just like you play in a drama. You are playing the part of a king. You are not a king.                                                                                                      Hari-çauri: No.

Prabhupäda: So similarly, just to give them idea, we have to play like that.

Hari-çauri: Well, again, that's...

Prabhupäda: Not necessarily that we are going to be çüdra. 

So that is it. That is the thing. We are servant of Kåñëa. 

That's all.

And as servant of Kåñëa, 

we have to execute the order of Kåñëa.

Satsvarüpa: So we can ideally organize ourselves and then for the rest of the people all we can do is hope that they'll follow it.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhavänanda: Set the example.

Prabhupäda: Example. Just like Bhavänanda, when there was no commode here. He was taking my stool and urine. Does it mean he is a sweeper? He's a sannyäsé Vaiñëava. Similarly, äpani äcari' jéve çikhäilä. Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, "I am not a sannyäsé." But He took sannyäsa. Actually He is God, so what is the benefit of becoming a sannyäsé, for God? But He became that. [break] In order to serve the mass of people, to bring them to the ideal position, we should try to introduce this varëäçrama, not that we are going to be candidates of varëäçrama. It is not our business. But to teach them how the world will be in peaceful position we have to introduce. Now the days of wind will come from March.

Room Conversation               February 18, 1977, Mäyäpura

"Following such conclusions, the demoniac, who are lost to themselves..."

Prabhupäda: This is their platform line for line, demoniac. Then their activities.

Hari-çauri: "...and who have no intelligence, engage in unbeneficial, horrible works meant to destroy the world."

Prabhupäda: Just see. There is periodical war.

Evening Darçana                     February 19, 1977, Mäyäpura

Satsvarüpa: Previously there were so many young men in America who evaded the draft during the Vietnam war, and the government was looking for them. But now the new President is saying, "Let us forget the past. I forgive all these draft evaders. Let them come out and be good citizens."

Acyutänanda: Because if they have another war, nobody will go and fight that war again. They will all leave America. So they want America to be very good now, so that everyone will love America and come back. Because if there's another war nobody will join the army. They'll just leave.

Prabhupäda: So why there is war? They cannot stop war?

Acyutänanda: They start wars. (Prabhupäda chuckles) And in the chaos they make profit.

Prabhupäda: That means there are many like you.

Acyutänanda: Yes. (Prabhupäda chuckling) They're all in Canada, Mexico.

Evening Darçana              February 24, 1977, Mäyäpura

Jayatértha: People I've shown it to like it much better than this picture. It's more realistic. Has a very classical look.

Prabhupäda: This is a protest against Gandhi's nonviolence, (laughter) bogus nonviolence. So it is a protest against that idea.

Jayatértha: Yes, this is not a nonviolent picture.

Prabhupäda: I do not know how he wanted to draw nonviolence from this idea. This is going on, distorting the real fact. Politics without violence is impossible. There is a Bengali proverb, Naste base gun tata:(?) "A girl has come to the stage for dancing, and she is pulling her veil." (laughs) She has to dance freely, and what is the use of...? Nasta base gun tata.(?) In politics nonviolence, there is no history. The Britishers took it an opportunity to continue their ruling.

Mahäàça: He wasn't even political man, because politics means there has to be violence.

Prabhupäda: No, impartially studying, he endeavored for upliftment of the South African Indians, South Africans, yes, Johannesburg.

Brahmänanda: In Durban he started.

Prabhupäda: Ah, in Durban. That was failure. The Indians haven't got any position still.

Jayatértha: None.

Prabhupäda: None. So that twenty years, failure, and here also he started that nonviolence-thirty years. In 1917 he came here from Africa, and the nonviolent, noncooperation... Actually the Hitler's war in 1947 helped India to become independent, the Hitler's cooperation with Subash Bose, INA. When he organized the soldiers, then Britishers thought, "No more chance." Then they left India. Not for the nonviolence. These are artificial things, in politics nonviolence.

Mahäàça: You two were working together?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Mahäàça: Yourself and Gandhi were together for some time?

Prabhupäda: In the beginning I was, 1920. No, everyone, every young man joined. 

Arrival of Devotees             February 24, 1977, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: This is the blessing of my Guru Mahäräja. He wanted it. And because we are trying to do this, he is giving us all blessings. He told me personally, "I wanted to sell this marble and publish some books." Calcutta, that Gauòéya Maöha is also marble floor. Now, he said that "Since this temple has been given by Mr. Datta, our men are fighting, 'Which room I shall occupy?' So I know there will be blazing fire here. So before that, I wanted to get out this marble and sell it and turn into some books." He told me, like that. So I noted down that, that he wants books. So I tried to do that. That's all.

Morning Talk                                April 18, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Yes. And the government gives them all facilities because they are dear patriots, laying down their life. During war everything is controlled, but they are supplied with immense. One store is destroyed; another one store is ready. Those who have gone to the warfield, they are... Because they have got that store of food and everything, sufficient, whatever they like, want. Now, in one point they have to go away. So how they can take the store? So from one point to another point there is another store. This store is blown, that enemy may not take advantage of it. This is going on, hundreds and thousands of worth of goods-blown, cut. Because they are going to another point and the enemies will take advantage of the store, therefore they blown it. Therefore in war there is store scarcity. And that Sadänanda, you know that, my German Godbrother? So he was lean and thin, tall. So I was asking him that "I have heard that the Germans are very stout and strong, so why you are so lean and thin?" So he gave me, gave me condition that in the first war he was a child. So there was so much control, only weekly he could get a little butter. He showed a, this spot, like that. "Because we were children, we were supplied little butter, weekly this much. There was no nourishment. And we had to eat anything nonsense." Germans, they were given much tribulation, all sides. Still, they fought the French. All sides, enemies. But still, the Germans are well-to-do. I have seen. In other countries they are well-to-do.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They are very respected. German mark is.

Prabhupäda: No, their position, economic position, is also better than France, England. I have seen it. Even in the villages they are well-to-do. They have recouped all they have lost.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, yeah. Belgium, you go through Belgium, it's still devastated. And Germany is completely built up.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. I think in... For culture, France, and for improvement, economic development, they have done in Germany.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And Britain?

Prabhupäda: Britain is... They are shopkeepers. Hitler gave them this title, "Shopkeepers' Nation." That was his determination: "The shopkeepers' nation, I shall turn them again to be shopkeepers, not the empire holder." That he did. Although he was finished-Germany was finished on account of this—but they executed their determination, British empire finished. That they did. After the second war, British...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Finished.

Prabhupäda: Now they are poverty-stricken.                                        

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: So Hitler's grudge against the Englishmen, that is fruitful. Actually he owned the war.
Tamäla Kåñëa: He won. He won the war.

Prabhupäda: Because that was his determination. "I shall finish this British nation. Everywhere they have got flag, all over the world, I shall finish." That he did. And Britishers saved because the Americans joined. Otherwise... Churchill, he removed all valuables from London to Canada, all papers, all gold stock, everything. There is a book about this. Just like when there is danger you rush to save some valuables. Is it not?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, that's what you take first.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So British Empire, so many things in London, he all removed to Canada.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Then, after the war?

Prabhupäda: Then, after war they might have brought again.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, just like when the Muslims attacked India they removed the Deities from Våndävana to Jaipur.

Prabhupäda: Jaipur.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So that shows that the Indian people know what the most valuable thing is.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Valuable.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: When Viñëujana had his bus they were traveling in Texas...

Prabhupäda: Viñëujana Swami committed suicide, I think.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What?

Prabhupäda: Viñëujana?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: There is no information.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No. None at all. Everybody thinks that he must have drowned himself in one of the rivers here in India, because the day that he disappeared he asked you a question, out of..., just without any reason he asked you to explain the disappearance of Junior Haridäsa. That was on the roof at Mäyäpura. Thereafter, that morning, he was not seen again. And neither, I think... He's not in the West... In America no one has seen him. His parents have searched for him. They cannot find him.

Prabhupäda: Even if he has committed suicide, he'll be saved.

Tamäla Kåñëa: If he did that, he'll be...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. He lamented. He was very grave(?). Yoga-bhrañöo 'bhijäyate. He'll get another good opportunity to develop Kåñëa consciousness-until finally he reaches to Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. And that seems to be more in fitting with his character, very, very... I don't think he left. I don't think he left and went back to the material world. It doesn't seem to fit his... 

Evening Darçana                       May 9, 1977, Hrishikesh

Indian man (7): How can you fight a war and then be nonviolent at the same time?            Prabhupäda: Eh?

Indian man (7): How is it possible to be nonviolent...

Prabhupäda: Why you want nonviolence?

Indian man (7): They are talking so much about nonviolence...

Prabhupäda: Just like here is a monkey. Is it not violence sometimes to drive away them? There will be attack, and you have to protect your... This world is not like that, that there is no... It is not Vaikuëöha. It is material world. There will be attack. Even if you are not..., you are nonviolent, the others will be violent. Others will set fire in your house without any fault. They'll kidnap your wife. This is going on all over the world. You must protect yourself. (Hindi) How you can stop him? Thieves and rogues, even if you are nonviolent, they will come, take advantage. It is your duty.

Indian man (7): What is meant by nonviolence?

Prabhupäda: It has no meaning.                                                 

Indian man (7): It has no meaning?

Prabhupäda: Simply imagination, that's all. (Hindi conversation) (Hindi) ...proper use... (Hindi) This is the meaning. You cannot abolish it. That is not possible.

Indian man (8): What is to world Mahatma Gandhi's nonviolence or...

Prabhupäda: I do not wish to discuss nonviolen... But we are talking of philosophy, that you cannot stop violence. That is not possible.                       

Tamäla Kåñëa: Kåñëa says, mäm anusmara yudhya ca [Bg. 8.7].

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yudhya ca. (Hindi conversation) There is some word; the meaning is not clear. Then you can suggest that "Meaning may be like this." But when it is clear, there is no, I mean to say, chance of interpreting.

Morning Conversation June 23, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Kach-Kamil. Kach-Kamil means the gentleman who kept her, he was a big glass merchant. So the temple was decorated with mirrors and glass, and her name was Kamil, so Kach-Kamil temple. Still there are. Everyone was Kåñëa conscious, either poor man, retired man or prostitute or gentleman or rich man—everyone. The society itself was Kåñëa conscious.

Tamäla Kåñëa: There wasn't any influence of that Ramakrishna Mission yet?

Prabhupäda: No Ramakrishna... Who cares for?

Tamäla Kåñëa: They had no... I mean, nowadays they are so widespread in their effect.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Oh... Because people are degraded. Who cared for Ramakrishna?

Tamäla Kåñëa: In those days it was much purer.

Prabhupäda: Still who cares for Ramakrishna?                       

Tamäla Kåñëa: But now people are hodgepodge.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is another thing.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I mean to say, in those days people were a little bit more authentic in their, you know...

Prabhupäda: Degraded, most. There is no principles. Formerly there was a standard principle. Then they fall down.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But what did the British think of that principle?

Prabhupäda: British gave liberty about our culture and religion. They never interfered. That was their credit. They knew it. If they interfered with their internal affairs, then they will be lost. That was Queen. She guided them.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They were expert like that.

Prabhupäda: No, they were very good politician. (pause) I can say, in the British period there was no scarcity, and leniency. I recall the way. Didn't require... And when they like... With three hundred rupees they were so happy. Now you calculate that three hundred rupees means ten thousand. So where is that ten thousand rupees?                                                                              Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, only the wealthier...

Prabhupäda: For children one anna tiffin is sufficient. One anna. (looking at monkeys) You see?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, a whole family of them. This is their feeding place, the garbage can here. They don't come when they see people, though. Around all the holy places I always see a lot of monkeys and cows in India. Is there some reason, special, about... I mean, cows, there's obvious reason, but what about the monkeys? Why are they around the holy places?

Prabhupäda: Because they are fed by the visitors.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They like them. The visitors like the monkeys.

Prabhupäda: Here you'll find many of...

Tamäla Kåñëa: I remember in the Rädhä-Govinda Temple in Jaipur, oh, the monkeys, they lived there as regular citizens practically. And they're very friendly there. They come up and they hold their hand out.

Prabhupäda: That Kåñëa was giving the monkeys. Monkeys were pet, not as enemy.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Kåñëa treated the monkeys as a pet?

Prabhupäda: Friends.                                                                                

Tamäla Kåñëa: Friends.

Prabhupäda: He was giving butter. In the forest playing with them.        

Tamäla Kåñëa: Imitating also.

Prabhupäda: Playing. If you give them to eat something, they become friendly.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They're intelligent.

Prabhupäda: Before, it is described, before human birth, monkey, either monkey or lion or cow. Sattva-guëa, rajo-guëa, tamo-guëa. Monkey's tamo-guëa, cow is sattva-guëa, and lion is rajo-guëa. This is the last animal life before human life, gradually. Everything is described. Darwins want to take credit, (laughs) nonsense.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But he could only see as deep as the body. He could not see it was the soul...

Prabhupäda: Hm. He was rascal speculator. He took the idea from the Vedic literature, and he wanted to take the credit himself, and the different hodgepodge theory, this is... Britishers took the idea from Vedic literature and presented in British way. Britisher wanted that "We are the monopolizers of all scientists, all big men." Sir Isaac Newton, then the, who is that, Darwin, big politicians, Gladstone, everything big-British. They wanted it. "British means all big men. Therefore we must rule over the world." All Lords, Sirs, and this and that... They wanted to prove, "The only big men of the universe, they take birth in England, and therefore we should rule over the world." (laughs) And this was their pledge.

Tamäla Kåñëa: For a while they did a pretty good job.

Prabhupäda: No, artificially you can do for a while. Unless it is sound footing, it cannot stay. 

You can cheat some people for some time..., no, all time. You can cheat some people for all time, and all people for some time, not all people for all time. This is the... That was their business, to cheat some people for all time and cheat all people for some time. But not all people for all time. That is not possible.

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) (Bengali conversation) Britishers made a mistake. They made a empire, very good, but they did not rule for the people. They wanted to rule over the world for their own sake, London. Their policy was all big, big brain from England should go outside, earn money and bring in London, exploit. Therefore it is... Otherwise it was a very grand plan. They were very nice. This was suggested by one of their viceroy in India, Lord Curzon, that "India is a vast country, very cultured country. Don't try to exploit them. Better send one royal family member to become king here and rule as one empire. Don't discriminate." The others did not like the idea. "Make England's men king in India. The people in general, they like king. And rule over them and have good relationship." These rascals, they did not like.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Even if they had, though, nowadays they would have been kicked out.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Even had they put in a king in the modern days, the tendency is to kick out the foreigners.

Prabhupäda: No, if they had ruled nicely, according to the Indian principles... The Muhammadans did it, and they ruled over eight hundred years. The Britishers could not do it. They could not rule over two hundred years. Within two hundred years finished. And during Muhammadan period there were many, many powerful Sikhs. Staying, they did not like to drive away the Muhammadans. Whole Rajputana was full of big, big kings. They could have thrown away them. Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Right. The Rajput kings.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But they did not do. They cooperated.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That Rajput is Rajasthan?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Akbar appointed this Mansingha, who has made these temples. He was commander-in-chief. Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Of the Moslem army.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The all governmental power was in the hand of Indians. Only the Muslims were there.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So they did what the Curzons suggested.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they know. And besides that, they did not exploit. Whatever enjoyment they did—within India, not that taking away the money outside India. Therefore it was very good relationship. And Indian people, they do not mind who is king. "We pay our tax. That's all." That is the attitude from the very beginning. The general people, they did not mind whether Kurus or war(?) will reign over or the Päëòavas. "We don't mind. You become fight. You become king. We give our tax. That's all." So there was no fight with the subject between king and citizens. This democracy is a demon-crazy. It has no value. It is simply waste of time and effort and no feeling, demon-crazy. I do not know who introduced this. In India still there is no demon-crazy. Indian king always. Everyone is taking part in politics. What is this nonsense? It is meant for the kñatriyas. They can fight and defend. The rascals, bhangis, chamars, and they are also in politics. Harijanas... Every one of them vote, and everyone has got the right to become king, minister. Not this. The real thing they are missing, the mode of life, the aim of life. [break]...care. Everyone is theorizing, everyone is educated, and everyone is, they're hippie. That's all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And everyone is what?

Prabhupäda: Hippie. The result is hippie. In Western countries I see and lament. So many percent of their population are hippies. What is the benefit? They cannot do anything, useless population. They cannot utilize. And in America the Vietnam was selected—"Let them die," in disappointment. Useless waste of... They require... Could not manage. "Let them die." Marawara gar leka.(?) When we have finished all sorts of condemnation, we say, "You die." That's all. Tell them. They have no idea how to reform this degraded population. This is the only way, Kåñëa consciousness. In New York I have seen in ordinary places how niggardly they live. No human being can live like that. In good places, nicely dressed, nicely... But in East... East Village or something?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, in the East Village.

Prabhupäda: No gentleman can live. So niggardly. The shops, the neighborhood, the area, all...

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's where you went to begin the movement.

Prabhupäda: No, no, I did not select that. Unknowingly I was thrown. I did not know which quarter is good. 

Tamäla Kåñëa: Who showed you that area?

Prabhupäda: Mukunda. I asked him that "Find out some upper class...." He found out that 26 Second Avenue. (laughs) I did not know. That's all. Anyone...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Humble beginning…

Morning Conversation             June 23, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: ...material body. So as soon as there is material attraction, the village organization will not stand because the other material attraction is industry. So because he's materially attracted, he'll say that "If I do industry, I get hundred rupees. Why shall I plow for five rupees?" That simply they do not know. Gandhi's plan failed there. If materially they are after material enjoyment, so if he gets hundred rupees, he thinks that "I will enjoy more. Why shall I be sticking to the service?" Then the village program will fail. They will go for the hundred rupees. That civilization they do not know. After all, they are all rascals. They won't take lesson from us or from the Vedic culture. Therefore it is failure.

Gopäla Kåñëa: That they won't take.

Prabhupäda: No, that is... Therefore it will be a failure. We are... Just like in Hyderabad we are trying to make an ideal farm. If we can do, that will be success.

Gopäla Kåñëa: There was recently an article. Previously there was oil shortage in the world. Now they are predicting that there is going to be a water shortage.

Prabhupäda: Everything will be shortage. That is nature's arrangement. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. They cannot make any plan successful without Kåñëa consciousness. So long they'll insist upon this point, that "Without Kåñëa consciousness we shall do everything successfully..." That is duräçä. As long as they persist on this, they'll remain rascals. Every plan will be failure. Duräçä. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé. Nature, material nature, is against them. No plan will be allowed to be... Just trace out the history. Every plan has been unsuccessful, either Eastern, Western. Napoleon made plan, Hitler made plan, Gandhi made plan. So many rascals, they made plan. Everyone's plan, impersonalist, they are unsuccessful at the end. Gandhi was killed, Napoleon was dishonored, Mussolini was killed, Hitler nowhere... Take all these big, big...

Gopäla Kåñëa: Still they have not learned their lesson.

Prabhupäda: Therefore they are rascals. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30], chewing the chewed. It has been unsuccessful many times. Still they'll do. 

Prabhupäda: ...I stressed in other that in India strictly maintain an institution, following Bhagavad-gétä's conclusion. That we are trying to do. It is not a new invention. It is already there. 

If it is not possible to maintain such an institution,

then human civilization will be finished.

There is no hope.
And it is now being effective worldwide. Why India should not maintain?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. Actually he was very praiseworthy of your efforts. He said, "I know what Prabhupäda has done." If in some way Mr. Morarji Desai can be brought to you, that will be very...

Prabhupäda: No, no, he's a very big lion. He will not agree to come. You don't try for.

Gopäla Kåñëa: No, we're not trying. Just if sometimes we're in Delhi or something, if we... Like he still has a lot of good habits. He's material...                                                                                     Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gopäla Kåñëa: But he gets up at four o'clock every morning. He only eats fruits and milk.  Prabhupäda: Hm?

Gopäla Kåñëa: He only eats fruits and milk, nothing else. Cäpäöi and all he doesn't eat. And he boasts that "I gave up sex life." And he reads the Gétä every day. And, of course, he doesn't practice it, but... In some public speeches he has said that we should revive our Indian culture which has been lost.

Prabhupäda: There is little hope.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Of course, these politicians are little worried that if they make something very strict, like if they make it Hindu or something, then they will lose votes from the Christians and the Muslims.

Prabhupäda: That is their difficulty.

Gopäla Kåñëa: So they will...

Prabhupäda: No, that is not possible. But there must be some ideas.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. (pause)                                                            

Prabhupäda: Now let us go inside. (end)

Conversations June 28, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: (tape very faint throughout) ...divorce, child-killing or making the children hippies, that all. Or find out some war to destroy them. When it is unmanageable, they declare war: "Engage these rascals." The politicians do that. When they cannot manage, they declare war, because they are not human beings; they are animals, Churchill and Hitler and this... "Start some war and finish this population." Or it may be nature's law. "When there is unnecessary population let there be war, famine, pestilence." That is one theory, Malthus' theory.                                                                                                 

Çatadhanya: Whose?

Prabhupäda: Malthus.                                                                                                    

Tamäla Kåñëa: Malthus.

Prabhupäda: So I don't speak I am authorized. I have studied both ways.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's what makes your books so unique, that others might have had some scholarly knowledge, but you have to so much experience and realization packed into those books that it's so appealing, the scholars delight in reading the purports.

Prabhupäda: Scholars, they theorize. I say practical. Scholars want to say, want to show how much their imaginative power is strong. That's all. And they all speak nonsense-Ramakrishna. And my point of view is how to give people practical hints so that they may be raised from this rotten condition.

Çatadhanya: You are compassionate.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Tathä vinoda(?). I have done on reality. I want to establish reality, not imagination. What is the use of giving some imaginative idea, just like this rascal Darwin? Everything rascal. No practical value. And he has written volumes of books, and people are accepting: "From monkey, man has come. That's all." But monkey is there; man is there. Where monkey is extinct? The whole theory is absolutely bogus, and people have accepted it. I never believed that. Anthropo... Anthropomor... No? The...?

Upendra: Anthropomorphism.

Prabhupäda: And... What do you call, this science?                                       

Çatadhanya: Anthropology.

Prabhupäda: Anthropology. Anthropology we believe; as it is stated in the Vedas, we believe, one after another. Jalajä nava-lakñäëi sthävaräù... That is the... The soul is changing. So there is no question of... "Survival of the fittest." Nonsense. Who is fit?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No one except the devotee is fit.

Prabhupäda: Everyone is dying. Who is the fittest?

Tamäla Kåñëa: The devotee is alone eternal.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore the devotees, they do not know. They are all rascals, animals. But here, this statement, "fittest," who is fittest?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Really no one.

Prabhupäda: Still the theory is going on, "Survival of the fittest."

Tamäla Kåñëa: They say some are more fit than others.

Prabhupäda: But who is that fit, rascal?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Who is the most fit?

Prabhupäda: Who is that? Show me.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, today we said—an elephant can also be killed.

Prabhupäda: Everything is killed. "Fittest." Nobody is fittest in this world. Dehäpatya-kalaträdiñv ätma-sainyeñv asatsv api [SB 2.1.4]. Everyone is asat. He'll not exist. That is statement of the... Bhägavata never said, "Here is a person or animal, fittest." That is not Bhägavata. Teñäà nidhanaà pramattaù paçyann api na paçyati. The rascal is so mad that everything will be finished, and he is talking of "fittest." All theory, no practical. Unnecessarily spent millions and millions of dollars, that "We have gone to moon." Why? Why this bogus propaganda? What is the value? And they take pride. Now we are drawing picture how many miles away. It is impossible to find out. And why they make this bogus propaganda?

Tamäla Kåñëa: It's totally impossible they went to the moon.

Prabhupäda: No, they have not gone, but still, they are making such a big propaganda. What is the mentality?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Cheaters.                                                                        

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Cheaters, sense gratifiers.

Prabhupäda: Cheating propensity is so strong. There is cheating propensity in different way. From Brahmä it goes. That is a bad qualification. That should be finished. But they are trying to increase it. I have got some bad qualification; my business is to finish it. So what is the use of increasing it? I am a thief. I have got some habit, to steal. So shall I try to stop it or increase it? Which one is human?      Çatadhanya: To stop.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Because they think this life is all in all, they think better somehow or other...

Prabhupäda: That means they are rascals. They are going all wrong.

Room Conversation August 10, 1977, Våndävana

Tamäla Kåñëa: When he came here...

Prabhupäda: That means they condemned. They tried for the last, at least, hundred years to expand them.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. It didn't work.

Prabhupäda: They dared to attack America even in that Pearl Harbor.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It seems like that was crazy, craziness. How they could have thought to attack America? Like a mosquito trying to kill an elephant.

Prabhupäda: (chuckling) Apad kare viparéta-buddhi.(?)

Bhakti-caru: Some say that it was framed, because that way only got America involved in the war. And American generals knew about that attack on Pearl Harbor.

Prabhupäda: And why they should attack? If they wanted to live there, they're welcome. Why should they attack? Viparéta-buddhi. Many Chinese people were living in America peacefully. They could also live, go. America would have welcomed them. They're very intelligent, artisans. Why attack? That's all right.() 

Tamäla Kåñëa: It's a fact. From the point of view of health, Hawaii is the best place in the world. It's paradise. There's nothing that can compare with it. And you'll get juices there. You can live on fruit juices.

Prabhupäda: And wherever there are my established Deities, that is Våndävana. Anywhere I have got temple, that is Våndävana. So wherever the health will remain very nice...
Morning Walk                  December 10, 1973, Los Angeles

Prajäpati: ...in the Bible, there's a story of how some cities named Sodom and Gomorraù became so sinful that the Lord wanted to destroy those cities and everyone in them. Will this be happening again sometime, cities become so sinful, they will be just destroyed?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Destruction means sinful. If you become sinful, your body will be destroyed. You'll die out of some disease. Sinful means destruction.

Brahmänanda: It says in the Gétä that the demoniac, they do acts, horrible acts which are meant to destroy the world.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Ugra-karma. Kñayäya jagato 'hitäù. It is meant for destruction and inauspicity of the world. This is their business.

Morning Walk                      December 17, 1973, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: Yes. That dog also doing, jumping, always. "Yes, we get... Bow! Bow! Bow! Ra, ra, ra, ra!" That kind of... Active business. What is called? Active foolishness. They remain foolish, but still, they are active. That means they are simply creating dangerous position. That's all. Jagataù ahitäù. It is said in the Bhagavad-gétä. These demons, their progress means only for the mischief of the world. That's all. That is demonic progress. Kñayäya jagato... For the destruction of the world and for mischievous condition of the world, their progress. Is it not? Kñayäya jagataù ahitäù. Kñayäya means "for destruction and for mischievous condition." Therefore, despite all advancement of so-called scientific knowledge, the world becoming more and more in dangerous and destructive condition. [break]

Morning Walk                          May 20, 1975, Melbourne

Hari-çauri: Çréla Prabhupäda, if the human form is insignificant compared to demigods, but still, it is very much desired, this human form of life, even by the demigods?

Prabhupäda: Yes, because very good chance of realizing God in the human form of life. Just like difference between Western countries and India. India, a very quick chance of realization of God. The atmosphere is so nice. So this planet is good for God realization, and the best place is in India.

Hari-çauri: Our temples, they are considered to have the same atmosphere?  

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Hari-çauri: To be just as potent as the holy places in India?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. You can create that potency anywhere within this planet.
Devotee (3): Çréla Prabhupäda, you were saying yesterday that the rains, by the rains all good things come, and the rains come because of good yajïa. So in this planet everybody is meat-eating, or in this country everybody is performing sinful activities.

Prabhupäda: Therefore it is decreasing. The more you are becoming sinful, the rain will decrease.

Devotee (3): So it is decreasing now.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And at the end there will be no rain. Then this whole planet will be ablaze with fire. That is the beginning of destruction. Everything will die—all trees, plants, animals, everything. It will be made into ashes by the fire. And then there will be rain, and the ashes will be melted, and the whole universe will be finished.

Devotee (2): I read too, Çréla Prabhupäda, that in the time of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira there was only rainfall in the nighttime. Is this true?

Prabhupäda: Night time?

Devotee (2): Rain would fall in the nighttime so that...

Prabhupäda: No. Who said that nighttime?

Çrutakérti:: It mentions in Kåñëa book that in the evening it would rain.

Devotee (2): So as not to disturb the activity of the inhabitants through the daytime.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the way. If nighttime it rains and daytime there is sunshine, then the land becomes very fertile to produce. Yes. There is a common saying in Bengal, dine jal rätr e tä rä sei janme sukha dhä rä.(?) If it rains heavily during daytime and at night you see the stars, then you should know there will be scarcity of rain. There will be scarcity of rain and scarcity of food grains. Best thing is at night there must be heavy rain, and daytime, there should be sunshine. Then the field will be very fertile.

Hari-çauri: Is the irregularity in the weather and...

Prabhupäda: That is due to sinful life.

Hari-çauri: So if we increase the Kåñëa consciousness movement...

Prabhupäda: Then it will be regular. It is nature's punishment. You may not care what is sinful life, but that is recorded. That is foolishness. "I don't care for God, don't care for what is going to happen." That is foolishness. People, lower planetary system, they are like that. In this planet also. In Western countries there are many places. "Don't care for anything, what is sinful life, what is going to happen. Let us enjoy, that's all." This is their philosophy. "Let us enjoy, that's all." Materialistic point of view is like that. They do not know that we are eternal and we are responsible for our activities. That is knowledge. But they have no knowledge. They simply want to enjoy. They do not care for death also. Simply sense gratification. That's all. This is called dänava, dänava life. The scientist explain for so many varieties. They accept there are varieties. Why there are so many varieties of life?

Morning Walk                          June 7, 1975, Honolulu

Bali-mardana: On the island with the farm, the people are, now they are afraid that there will be a volcanic eruption and the whole island will be finished.

Prabhupäda: There is such sign?

Bali-mardana: Yes, because that volcano over there it is still active. It is smoking. It is always smoking.

Çrutakérti: Siddha-svarüpa had said every twelve years it erupts, and I think it's been ten years since the last one or something. So it's expected that in two years...

Prabhupäda: The last time it devastated? No.

Çrutakérti: I don't know. He said some damage, yes.

Bali-mardana: Paritally, not completely.                   

Prabhupäda: No, when volcano is in smoke, that is dangerous. That is dangerous. [break]

Devotee: Shall we sell our land, then?

Prabhupäda: What will come? Trust no future, that's all. We must be always ready for destruction. Material world is like that. Nitya anityatam. Canakya Paëòita has says, tyaja durjana-saàsargam: "Avoid bad men's company." Bhaja sädhu-samägamam: "Always try to associate with learned, what is, ädhu, with devotees. Avoid this worldly men's association and try to associate with devotees." Tyaja durjana-saàsargam bhaja sädhu-samägamam, and then smara nityam anityatam. "And always think that everything here in this material world is for few days." That's all. Tyaja durjana-saàsargam bhaja sädhu-samägamam. [break] Anityatam. [break] ...be the motto of life. [break] ...associate with the materialistic person, try to associate with devotee, and always think that this world is for few days. That's all.

Ambaréña: This world is what?

Prabhupäda: For few days. Nityam anityatam. [break] ...other. Kuru puëyam aho-ratram: "And act piously, day and night." This should be the motto.                    

Bali-mardana: That is nice prescription. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...yam aho-ratram. [break] Civilization is just the opposite. Always act sinfully, not kuru punyam aho-ratram. Twenty-four hours act sinfully.

Garden Discussion on Bhagavad-gétä Ch 16,         June 26, 1976, New Vrindaban

Dhåñöadyumna: Actually, in this century there has not been ten years of peace. Always there is some war been going on, and now...

Prabhupäda: Cold war and hot war, they say. When there is fire that is hot war, and there is diplomacy and politics, that is cold war. So war is going on. Sometimes it is hot, sometimes it is cold. There is no peace.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We even see that among the so-called God conscious communities in the world, still there are such horrible activities going on, fighting.

Prabhupäda: No, no, we don't say that fighting will stop. We are distinguishing demons and rogues, uh, demigods. If you fight, demon, I must defend myself. What can I do? If you start war, you are demon, shall I stop: "No, no, I am demigod, I'll not fight. You kill me"? Is that intelligent? I'll have to fight. But war starts by the implication of demons. Kurukñetra war, was not started by Arjuna. It was started by Duryodhana. 

Morning Walk                           January 5, 1974, Los Angeles

Devotee :.that at the end of this month the United States will be destroyed by the comet, the Kahutek comet.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Their demonic principles will be destroyed. They'll take to Kåñëa consciousness.

Devotees: Jaya, haribol!

Prabhupäda: What do they say... After destruction, then what is next?

Devotee (2): Oh, they all move to Mexico and Canada, so they wouldn't be in the way of the destruction. They don't know what's going to happen after that.

Prabhupäda: So at the time of danger they'll go away. Very good. (devotees laugh)

Bali Mardana: Lord Jesus came to save the fallen souls...                 

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali Mardana: ...they are all running away.

Prabhupäda: They are so good Christian that at the time of danger, they're all going away to Canada. Just see-afraid of death, even though they are preaching themselves, priest, they are also the same common man, afraid of death. And if we people keep to Kåñëa consciousness, we are not afraid of death. For going from one place to another, that's all. Going home, nobody becomes afraid going back to home. He becomes pleased. [break] You avoid death, there is no death. Viñaya.(?) If we simply practice this, Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare/ Hare Räma, Hare Räma... No more death. Finished death. This is a fact. [break] ...or do something for Kåñëa. Don't waste time, single moment. Then your... No more death. Because this is deathless condition. And the changing of the body, that is momentary, that is all.

Bali Mardana: So our service is deathless.   

Prabhupäda: Ah? Deathless...   

Bali Mardana: Devotional service.

Prabhupäda: ...yes, this is deathless position.               

Bali Mardana: But if we stop serving...

Prabhupäda: You admit or not, theologian? (devotee laughs) Eh? Eh? Or you have got anything to say? This is deathlessness…No, no, what is that? We shall not die. (devotees laugh)           

Bali Mardana: We will melt. 

Prabhupäda: No, it is pleasant. Viçvaà pürëa-sukhäyate. For a devotee, everything is very happy. There is no unhappiness. Any condition, they are happy. Viçvaà pürëa-sukhäyate. For nondevotees everything is a problem. And for devotee everything is happiness. That is the difference.   

Devotees: Jaya. 

Prabhupäda: This is fact. This is not imaginary..., Kåñëa says, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi The suffering is due to sinful activities. So a devotee is not acting sinfully; he's fully surrendered... 

Conversation on Train to Allahabad                        January 11, 1977, India

...and spending for military strength. They are not performing yajïa, so how there will be rainfall? 

There will be warfare, devastation. Most rubbish civilization, modern misleading, soul-killing. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù [SB 7.5.31]. Very difficult to live with them. Still, we have to do this Kåñëa's business. So we have to do our business. Let the dogs bark on. We don't care for it. If we remain sincere to Kåñëa, that is our victory, not the result. Karmaëy evädhikäras te mä phaleñu kadäcana. We have to act according to direction of Kåñëa, that much. We want to see good result. Even there is no good result, we don't mind. We must be sincere to Kåñëa that "We have done our best." That's all. Without cheating Kåñëa. That is our duty. As servant, we shall not cheat the master. Result, no result—that depends on Kåñëa. We should not be sorry if there is not result. Never mind. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says that "I have brought to Benares hari-näma, but here they are full of Mäyävädés. So if it is not sold, all right, I shall take it back." Caitanya Mahäprabhu said. So we should not be anxious whether the things are sold or not. But we must do our best canvassing work: "Please take it." That is our duty. Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa...

In the Viñëu Puräëa it is said that this material world is full of ignorance. Just like children, they make so many playthings from earth or clay and again break it. And this practice is very prominent in your country. I see in big cities like New York, Boston, very nice buildings, well-built with stone and iron, breaking it. And again some skyscraper. And it is suggested in your Almanac, World Almanac, that next hundred years they will break all these buildings and they will go underground. Yes. Because atomic age. So nobody will... I have read it in the World Almanac. The prediction is there that world, next hundred years, nobody will live on the surface of the earth. Everyone go subway. And when they want some pure air, they'll come out to see what is the surface of the world. It is suggested. You can read it… 

Lecture to College Students          Seattle, October 20, 1968

So our human civilization is going to be like that. The other day I was reading in your—what is called?—World Almanac. In the next hundred years people will live underground like rats. So our scientific advancement has created this atomic bomb to kill man, and it will be used. And we have to go underground to become again rat. From tiger, again rat. That is going to be. That is nature's law. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. If you defy the laws of your state and you are put into difficulty, similarly if you continue to defy the authority, the supremacy of the Supreme Lord, Personality of Godhead, then the same result: again you become rat. As soon as there is atomic bomb, everything, all civilization on the surface of the globe will be finished. 

"By the year 2000, no one will see the light of day," Prabhupäda said. "Cities will be forced to live underground. They will have artificial light and food, but no sunlight."

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.6             Sydney, February 17, 1973 

So we are engaged in these material activities, but we forget at the same time that there is ready, atom bomb. As soon as there will be declared war, these things will be finished, immediately. These people are not declaring war. America is not declaring war against Asia, Russia or China. They are thinking because they know they have got the deadly weapons, atom, and that is the now diplomacy. When there will be war, the first dropping of atom bomb will be victorious. Aah, victorious.

So this is called material civilization, that we do not know that these things will be finished today or tomorrow or hundred years after. It will be finished.

Prabhupäda: No. Unless they take to Kåñëa consciousness, there is no hope, that's a fact. 

There will be more chaotic condition and everyone will suffer and perish.

This is already predicted. I am not painting.

It is already there, I am simply repeating. That's all. I am not speculator.

Interview with Professors                  June 18, 1976, Toronto                                            
Prabhupäda: Thank you very much for your coming. Now my request is that you take up this movement. It is actually a great contribution to the human society. Yad yad äcarati çreñöha. Those who are leaders of the society, if they take it, it is easily understood and easily distributed. So there is no question of sectarian thought. It is the necessity of the human society to understand God. The other day in Detroit, two father priests came to see me. I also requested that we require a set of first-class men that is not there at the present moment. There is no head. They are thinking simply arms wanted, defense, and fight amongst themselves. That's all. Everyone is thinking simply arms wanted. And what they will do with the arms? Fight between themselves, that's all. So one asura was given one thousand hands by Lord Çiva. But he could not find any enemy. So he was fighting with hills and mountains and making him smashed. So he came to Lord Çiva: "Sir, you have given me one thousand hands, but there is no enemy for me. I cannot fight." So Çiva said, "Yes, you just wait for the day when your enemy will come who will smash you into pieces." (laughs) So we are simply equipping with arms and finding out to whom we'll fight. That is going on. So everyone is manufacturing the atomic weapons. So there must be some fight, so that all the nations will be ruined. (end) 

SB 1.7.37 TRANSLATION:             A cruel and wretched person who maintains his existence at the cost of others' lives deserves to be killed for his own well-being, otherwise he will go down by his own actions.

PURPORT:  A life for a life is just punishment for a person who cruelly and shamelessly lives at the cost of another's life. Political morality is to punish a person by a death sentence in order to save a cruel person from going to hell. That a murderer is condemned to a death sentence by the state is good for the culprit because in his next life he will not have to suffer for his act of murder. Such a death sentence for the murderer is the lowest possible punishment offered to him, and it is said in the småti-çästras that men who are punished by the king on the principle of a life for a life are purified of all their sins, so much so that they may be eligible for being promoted to the planets of heaven. According to Manu, the great author of civic codes and religious principles, even the killer of an animal is to be considered a murderer because animal food is never meant for the civilized man, whose prime duty is to prepare himself for going back to Godhead. He says that in the act of killing an animal, there is a regular conspiracy by the party of sinners, and all of them are liable to be punished as murderers exactly like a party of conspirators who kill a human being combinedly. He who gives permission, he who kills the animal, he who sells the slaughtered animal, he who cooks the animal, he who administers distribution of the foodstuff, and at last he who eats such cooked animal food are all murderers, and all of them are liable to be punished by the laws of nature. No one can create a living being despite all advancement of material science, and therefore no one has the right to kill a living being by one's independent whims. For the animal-eaters, the scriptures have sanctioned restricted animal sacrifices only, and such sanctions are there just to restrict the opening of slaughterhouses and not to encourage animal-killing. The procedure under which animal sacrifice is allowed in the scriptures is good both for the animal sacrificed and the animal-eaters. It is good for the animal in the sense that the sacrificed animal is at once promoted to the human form of life after being sacrificed at the altar, and the animal-eater is saved from grosser types of sins (eating meats supplied by organized slaughterhouses which are ghastly places for breeding all kinds of material afflictions to society, country and the people in general). The material world is itself a place always full of anxieties, and by encouraging animal slaughter the whole atmosphere becomes polluted more and more by war, pestilence, famine and many other unwanted calamities.

akñauhiëénäm—of kings possessing great military power; patibhiù—by such kings or government; asuraiù—actually demons (because they do not need such military power but create it unnecessarily); nåpa-läïchanaiù—who are actually unfit to be kings (although they have somehow taken possession of the gov’t); bhuvaù—on the surface of the earth; äkramyamäëäyäù—aiming at attacking one another; abhäräya—paving the way for diminishing the number of demons on the surface of the earth; kåta-udyamaù—enthusiastic [they spend all the revenue of the state to increase military power (Ed:  and to keep themselves in power)].

Although the demons who take possession of the government are dressed like men of government, they do not know the duty of the government. Consequently, by the arrangement of God, such demons, who possess great military strength, fight with one another, and thus the great burden of demons on the surface of the earth is reduced. The demons increase their military power by the will of the Supreme, so that their numbers will be diminished and the devotees will have a chance to advance in Kåñëa consciousness.

PURPORT

As stated in Bhagavad-gétä (4.8), pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm. The sädhus, the devotees of the Lord, are always eager to advance the cause of Kåñëa consciousness so that the conditioned souls may be released from the bondage of birth and death. But the asuras, the demons, impede the advancement of the Kåñëa consciousness movement, and therefore Kåñëa arranges occasional fights between different asuras who are very much interested in increasing their military power. The duty of the government or king is not to increase military power unnecessarily; the real duty of the government is to see that the people of the state advance in Kåñëa consciousness. For this purpose, Kåñëa says in Bhagavad-gétä (4.13), cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù: "According to the three modes of material nature and the work ascribed to them, the four divisions of human society were created by Me." There should be an ideal class of men who are bona fide brähmaëas, and they should be given all protection. Namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. Kåñëa is very fond of brähmaëas and cows, The brähmaëas promulgate the cause of advancement in Kåñëa consciousness, and the cows give enough milk to maintain the body in the mode of goodness. The kñatriyas and the government should be advised by the brähmaëas. Next, the vaiçyas should produce enough foodstuffs, and the çüdras, who cannot do anything beneficial on their own, should serve the three higher classes (the brähmaëas, kñatriyas and vaiçyas). This is the arrangement of the Supreme Personality of Godhead so that the conditioned souls will be released from the material condition and return home, back to Godhead. This is the purpose of Kåñëa's descent on the surface of the earth (pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm).

Everyone must understand Kåñëa's activities (janma karma ca me divyam [Bg. 4.9]). If one understands the purpose of Kåñëa's coming to this earth and performing His activities, one is immediately liberated. This liberation is the purpose of the creation and Kåñëa's descent upon the surface of the earth. Demons are very much interested in advancing a plan by which people will labor hard like cats, dogs and hogs, but Kåñëa's devotees want to teach Kåñëa consciousness so that people will be satisfied with plain living and Kåñëa conscious advancement. Although demons have created many plans for industry and hard labor so that people will work day and night like animals, this is not the purpose of civilization. Such endeavors are jagato'hitaù; that is, they are meant for the misfortune of the people in general. Kñayäya: such activities lead to annihilation. One who understands the purpose of Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, should seriously understand the importance of the Kåñëa consciousness movement and seriously take part in it. One should not endeavor for ugra-karma, or unnecessary work for sense gratification. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma yad indriya-prétaya äpåëoti (SB 5.5.4). Simply for sense gratification, people make plans for material happiness. Mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän (SB 7.9.43). They do this because they are all vimüòhas, rascals. For flickering happiness, people waste their human energy, not understanding the importance of the Kåñëa consciousness movement but instead accusing the simple devotees of brainwashing. Demons may falsely accuse the preachers of the Kåñëa consciousness movement, but Kåñëa will arrange a fight between the demons in which all their military power will be engaged and both parties of demons will be annihilated.

Kali Yuga In our Lives
SB 1.17.3   TRANSLATION

Although the cow is beneficial because one can draw religious principles from her, she was now rendered poor and calfless. Her legs were being beaten by a çüdra. There were tears in her eyes, and she was distressed and weak. She was hankering after some grass in the field.

PURPORT

The next symptom of the age of Kali is the distressed condition of the cow. Milking the cow means drawing the principles of religion in a liquid form. 

The great åñis and munis would live only on milk. 

Çréla Çukadeva Gosvämé would go to a householder while he was milking a cow, and he would simply take a little quantity of it for subsistence. 

Even fifty years ago, no one would deprive a sädhu of a quart or two of milk, 

and every householder would give milk like water. For a Sanätanist (a follower of Vedic principles) it is the duty of every householder to have cows and bulls as household paraphernalia, not only for drinking milk, but also for deriving religious principles. The Sanätanist worships cows on religious principles and respects brähmaëas. The cow's milk is required for the sacrificial fire, and by performing sacrifices the householder can be happy. The cow's calf not only is beautiful to look at, but also gives satisfaction to the cow, 
and so she delivers as much milk as possible.But in the Kali-yuga, 

the calves are separated from the cows as early as possible 

for purposes which may not be mentioned in these pages of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 

The cow stands with tears in her eyes, the çüdra milkman draws milk from the cow artificially, and 

when there is no milk the cow is sent to be slaughtered.

These greatly sinful acts are responsible for

all the troubles in present Society.
People do not know what they are doing

in the name of economic development.
The influence of Kali will keep them in the darkness of ignorance. 

Despite all endeavors for peace and prosperity, 

they must try to see 

the cows and the bulls happy in all respects.

Foolish people do not know 

how one earns happiness 

by making the cows and bulls happy, 

but it is a fact by the law of nature.
Let us take it from the authority of Çrémad-Bhägavatam and adopt it for the total happiness of humanity.

Prabhupäda: Hm hm. (break) Cats also do not disturb. But everyone is fully fed and happy. The first problem is eating. So if you produce like tons, this corn alone can feed everyone. It is so nice food. Corn you can smash, and the powder portion you can use as flour, and the portion which is not powder, the hard portion, you can use as rice. And it is more nutritious than flour, wheat flour, and ordinary rice, and very cheap, cheaper than the ordinary rice and cheaper than the ordinary wheat. But you can utilize it--both däl, bhäta. Vegetable and fat. From milk you get so much fat. Complete food.

Bhavänanda: I was very impressed with that farm when I visited it. Nicest. I saw one little kitten in the barn, and there was milk coming out of the cow's milkbag and it was falling into the kitten's mouth.

Prabhupäda: Dropping.Just see. Such an important animal. And then, when she passes stool and urine, that is also nice. The milk is nutritious, the stool is useful; the urine is useful. 

Why this poor animal should be slaughtered?

What kind of civilization?

Your material desires, eating, sleeping, mating--fulfill it like a gentleman and

save time and make spiritual advancement.

This is to be introduced.
Why you are inventing so strenuous work and spoil time, valuable time of human life?
This we want to preach.
Save time, be spiritually advanced, and other necessities, make it gentlemanly short-cut. 

If you save time, you can read all these literatures, understand what is value of life. 

Therefore, the literature here. Not for all.
The brähmaëas, educated. 

And they'll distribute the knowledge by speaking.
Others, those who are less intelligent, simply by hearing, they will be guided. 

Just be convinced what kind of civilization we are trying to introduce.
We should not be carried away. Then finished. In order to check others, if we become carried away, (laughing) then finish all business. To save them from being washed away by mäyä, if we become washed away, then where is the hope? Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära [Cc. Ädi 9.41]. Be strong so that you may not be rascal, and then you can do; others you can check. Otherwise, it will be impossible. How it is possible? A man is drowning. If you are strong enough, you can save. But if you also become drowned, then how you'll save him? So the everything is there. 

Save yourself, save others. This is our Kåñëa consciousness movement.
First of all save yourself; then try to save others. 

Or both things can go on simultaneously. The same example. If you want to save somebody who's drowning you must know that I may not be washed away. I have to remain strong; then I can save him."

Guru-kåpä: What if sometimes a disciple, he may go to preach, but he's not preaching in the exact same spirit of his spiritual master?

Prabhupäda: Therefore he is not to be preached. 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära: "Go to do good to others. 

First of all you do good to yourself." 

First of all you become really preacher. 

Then go to preach. 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu never sent neophyte to go to preach. For neophyte the preaching is not their business. For neophyte, one should stick to the worship of Deity in the temple. 

And those who have understood the philosophy, 

applied the philosophy in his life, he should go for preaching. 

Otherwise he'll preach wrongly, 

like.... What is that? Charan das Babaji. 

And it will stop. He wanted to preach, but he did not know how to preach, and therefore, after his life, it is finished. 

So Caitanya Mahäprabhu does not say like that, that 

"You remain a rascal and go to preach." No. Janma särthaka kari.  

"Your first business is that you make your life perfect.
Then go to preach. 

Perfect means you learn how to obey My orders."
That is perfection. Ämära äjïäya. So if you are actually, 

perfectly carrying out the orders of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, then you are preaching. 

Otherwise you will do wrongly, mislead. Don't do that.
Andhä yathändhair… Everything is there.

If you remain blind, don't try to lead other blind men. That is misleading.
First of all open your eyes.

Nobody can do anything whimsically.

If you do whimsically, concoctedly, it will be failure.
It will not be effective.
