Srila Prabhupäda gradually builds the case (in his conversations) for his disciples to learn the occupations of Ksatriya, Vaisya and Sudra for cooperative subsistence on the products of cow protection and agriculture with bulls, along with devotional activities to become as good as a Brahmana, main tain  and  qualify brahmanas for taking sannyasa, become Vaisnavas, develop intense love for Krishna, for the NEXT PHASE of preach ing, as well as to save OURSELVES.

We do not profess to be a devotee of any sorts. 

Vaisnavera kriya mudra vijneya na bhujaya.

Only a vaisnava can understand the plan and activities of another. 

Statements given by His Divine Grace regarding our position within the context of the qualifications of the four varnas and their relative importance or necessity for vaisnavas may appear bewildering, inconsistent, even contradictory and have been a subject matter of contention to date. 

However, this could only be due to our own shortcomings and lack of realization. 

After a recent fall from grace of a prominent long standing member of the renounced order within our Society and while routinely studying “the conversations”, we happened to re-read the room conversation of Feb 14, 1977. 

The wisdom of His Divine Grace shone through with renewed relevance. 

We began to compile a MS Word file with corrobborating statements that he had expressed before and after that time, connecting them with internal links (admittedly not by any means a perfect form of presentation). 

An avid reader and disciple of His Divine Grace would be able to recognize as self evident the coherence and consistency within his thread of thought. 

We really hesitate to sully the sun-like brilliance of Srila Prabhupada’s unfathomable intelligence with the cloud of presumptive commentation. 

We have rigorously resisted this in other compilations up to this point.

However, His Divine Grace did actually give an order to “write very elaborately how to do this”.

That, of course, should be attempted by those who have realized it’s necessity, is living or who has lived and those particular instructions through practical application (vijnana).

Those who have genuinely tried to apply themselves post book distribution service (for the equivalent time a grhasta vaisya might devote to supporting themselves, family, dependents and communities through agriculture and cow protection) for better or for worse to try to understand and practically apply these relatively unfulfilled instructions that His Divine Grace entrusted to some of his prominent brahmacari, grhasta, vanaprastha and sannyasi disciples (up to the quintessential point of to “grow food, offer to the Deity and eat”), might therefore  feel compelled to speak, comment, or write about this in their twilight age.

We have therefore risked raising ire by inserting comments along the way in case less familiar readers needed a gentle reality check if the points were proving elusive. 

These comments are not elaborate and possibly entirely inappropriate. 

They are also necessarily inadequate and will always remain so due to the pure unlimited nature of the subject matter and application of it.

Feel welcome to ignore or debate them. 

Our apologies, though, as we are presently not equipped with the technology, expertise, time nor the appropriate forum to be able to do futher discussion justice.
We would be the first to admit our failings in authoring these comments, but at least, despite their perhaps questionable mood, motive or argument, they do unequivocally support a most serious subject matter at hand.

Some of these comments might appear to be downright caustic. 

Words like chandala are “loosely bandied about” with seemingly “perjorative” inference. 

Of course, His Divine Grace, with his characteristic aplomb, deftly used them without causing any offense in the least because of his sincere concern and love for us. 

It is not our position to imitate his use of them. 

We are, at best, hopelessly inadequate to ascertain our own position or understand anything of these deep and mysterious topics. 

However, given the current pressing circumstances, if we can try to understand what devotees are going through post physical departure of His Divine Grace and realize the stakes at risk by taking an overly optimistic view of (or miscalculating) our position, it might prove to be a better part of valour by applying a more self-critical analysis rather than to react immediately with indignation. 

We therefore offer our obeisances to all and sundry for any violation of etiquette incurred and beg for forgiveness. 

This file is, after all, an “ongoing in progress” affair. 
It is, and will remain, unfinished.
We have compiled it primarily for our own understanding and purification. 

We sometimes ponder these comments and often review them with trepidation and dissatisfaction. 

What seemed appropriate at the time we later view with horror. 

Occasionally we revise them only with the result of creating a further crazy patchwork of incoherent inconsistency.

What will the Prabhus think? 

Should we retract, rewrite or delete these comments outright? 

Links would have to be disengaged. 
Time would be squandered in further indulgence. 

What is done is done. 

As we are all prodigal sons suffering in the same boat, rather than compete, cheat and exploit; we desperately need to cooperate with each other. We must put our feelings of pride, hurt and ego aside to save the gallons of blood His Divine Grace invested in this Movement for the benefit of ourselves and others.

After all, we owe everything to him; we had better dare not invoke his displeasure.

Nothing could be more painful than that.

Even if only one thoroughly honest, broadminded and forgiving soul can benefit from this convoluted presentation, our efforts will have been worth it.

If it can only help this one particular fallen soul become honest, broadminded and forgiving, then it will have been well worth it.

Present circumstances dictate a need for training (varnasrama college), organization of trained up varnas within the limited solution of an ideal community (with automatic extension through natural appreciation), an ideal state,  up to the ultimate end of the Krishna Consciousness Movement.

Firstly, though, before anyone would take any momentous steps to re-organize their life individually, collectively or community-wise (with, optimistically, the ultimate  revision of the whole Society), one would have to be absolutely convinced beyond any doubt as to why one should do so.

Then the necessity of how to do that would arise.

We can begin by evaluating evidence presented by His Divine Grace in the natural commentary of his books, letters and lectures i.e his conversations with his confidential disciples (GBC secretaries etc).

It is the duty of those who have preferred to serve in the area of management to understand (as Arjuna did) these solutions as explained on the basis of Bhagavad Gita, Srimad Bhagavatam and corollary sastras, take them to heart and execute them under proper guidance for the benefit of the Society’s members in general.

Despite our confidence in His Divine Grace’s encouragement of our relatively elevated status and the presentation of such for the purpose of preaching propaganda, we as a movement are still beset with the regular phenomonen of routine “falling down” of even his more “senior” disciples, shaking  faith and bringing condemnation to the society of vaisnavas.

The crux of contention about varnasrama appears to be something like this: 

“Are we really brahmanas, (as Srila Prabhupada would often promote us in society in general (“ being the pick of the bunch”)  because we follow the four rules and regulations and chant the holy name, often saying that our Society was meant for creating them; or are we not (yet) brahmanas? 

“If we are, should we engage others to do these “lower” occupations? We could give them instruction why and how as brahmanas should do.”

Now, His Divine Grace, in his external role of a perfect brahmana with perfect realization, tried his best to preach to and convince leaders of society to adopt varnasrama as the practical solution for all of society’s problems by accepting himself   as such a brahmana and executing his advice for the welfare of the whole world.

He was doing the preaching: we were helping him in whatever role was possible.

However, with later ultimatums emerging such as 

“We should be satisfied by our own food, our cloth and our milk, that’s all. 

Let the whole world go to hell, we don’t care. 

If you want to save yourself also, you do this” 

it would appear that His Divine Grace, circumstantially at least, shelved the ambitious scheme of trying to directly implement varnasrama dhama within general society (i.e colleges to train others in the varnas; circa 1974, ) in favour of inducing his disciples to learn and take up “subsidiary” varnas (beginning with vaisya), and cooperate to show a “limited” ideal example of actual civilization which would automatically extend with others’ appreciation of it as a practical solution to their own problems.
(Thus we would simultaneously save ourselves in order to be able to save others.)

Notably, however, in later references His Divine Grace categorically emphasised that the development of varnasrama would not be possible without the complete program of vaidhi bhakti that he had already rigorously introduced for his disciples.

As Founder Acharya of The International Society for Krishna Consciousness (“the Movement”), His Divine Grace  was constantly adjusting, re-evaluating and (perhaps temporarily) shifting focus in order to effectively establish, promote and spread Krishna Consciousness in the most practical way given the available resources, assistance and opportunities.

In short, what would best work step by step in order to achieve the ultimate goal.

As disciples and followers, we need to be keenly aware of his idea and strategy if we hope to meet with success. 

Whatever project or service His Divine Grace may have modified, adjusted or moved on from in preference to something else, cannot remain our immediate pet project anymore either.

Some ideas just can’t be realized or implemented until other things are put into place first.

We cannot afford to remain stereotyped in any particular ideal, service or desire. 

We need faith that if we surrender to Krishna’s desire as revealed through someone as empowered as His Divine Grace then surely our “personal” desires will be satisfied beyond our wildest dreams (albeit in a subsidiary way) so that (if they are material) they will be satisfied along with pure service or (if they are spiritual) will be empowered with success. 

We know that His Divine Grace humbly acknowledged that he may have had certain “ambitions” which were unimaginably fulfilled automatically by sacrificing them for wholehearted surrender to his guru Maharaja’s immediate order to (write) print and distribute books.

That, he said before his departure, was going on to his satisfaction; anything else?

Or, if even book distribution declined, what could be the cause?

Is there something very fundamental that we have innocently or conveniently missed, neglected, not taken seriously enough or so important that possibly without it nothing  might work  any more?

Aside from the risk of spoiling the movement by deviating in so many ways (such as endemic transgression of the basic principles, or confusion as to what  a c t u a l l y IS the movement and therefore how to practically properly engage devotees and resources), a major concern of his was that his disciples “may not fall down”.

If that cause could not be addressed, he considered the future of the Society to be “very hopeless”.

Enter varnasrama dharma, and for a myriad of other reasons as well.

The chief being of course that Lord Krsna in the Bhagavad Gita has indicated that He wants it; Srila Prabhupada wants it; his Guru Maharaja wanted it; Srila Bhaktivinoda Thakur wanted it and Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu wanted it.

Not only for the mass of people, but to help save devotees as well.

Srila Prabhupada, acting in the capacity of head brahmana- vaisnava and initiator, had the right to train and determine whether his twice born disciples would be better situated to “cooperate” (with even himself)  by accepting other twice born occupations, at least during his physically manifest presence, than for all to attempt for, or to take the role of, a brahmana.

Subsequently, those of his brahminically inclined disciples who are manifestly aware of the necessity for the other pure varnas (in order to maintain their own purity), would feel the need to learn, teach and train the other occupations to mutually support their own devotional service. 
Gradually all would make progress in vaisnavism.

For this, we may need to  relinquish attachment to and identification with our particular designation (“profile”) or preferred service in the Society (sarv(a) upadi vinirmuktam, sarva dharman parityaya) to surrender to the order, necessity, and situation at hand to further advance in devotional service as a vaisnava, or to sacrifice our own desires in order to render more favourable service (anukulyena) under the direction of the guru. 

Qualified brahmanas convinced and realized through practical application would begin teaching these varnas either as householders, or teach and preach as sannyasis and brahmacaris without attachment, after having first manifested this ideal life  among themselves as ksatriyas, vaisyas or sudras and then subsequently being supported by them in charity as brahmanas. 

Those taking a little longer or not immediately able to reach the rigorous standard of attaining the realization of Brahman (though still dvija or even vipra), might more practically be engaged by performing duties of the other varnas (whichever they are capable of being trained as or able to attain the qualification of) and thus also quickly attain perfection as a devotee performing his occupation as a service without taking position of a teacher (brahmana).

Aside from the practical benefit of satisfying their own economic needs directly from the land and saving time for spiritual life, they will also automatically advance by hearing from and receiving blessings of brahmanas and vaisnavas (beginning with His Divine Grace) by supporting them with charity (accepted when the other varnas are properly in order and being performed), serious consultation and execution of their advice, by doing their duties to free them up to study, teach and preach, pleasing Srila Prabhupada and the previous acharyas in manifesting their heartfelt desires for seeing daivi varnasrama develop, especially in the western countries.

In this way the risk of taking any position without qualification, misleading others and falling down would be honourably avoided.

Since everyone is equally important, (“no-one is higher or lower, you have to adjust”), everyone will gradually develop their dormant love for Krishna in whatever asrama and varna they are safely suited for by strictly following the principles, exclusively accepting the remnants of foodstuffs that Srila Prabhupada wants to offer the Lord) and accept that in the principle of loving exchange (bhunkte bhojayate), be able to chant the holy names gradually without offense to become fit for going back home, back to Godhead.

Those who have received the mercy of the Lord through the association of a qualified vaisnava and received initiation may still feel compelled to externally follow the principles of varnasrama in order to set an example for the benefit of others as well as for their own progress.
Meanwhile until such vaisnavas manifest to fortunate recipients by the mercy of guru and Krishna let us still endeavour to follow the general instructions for varnasrama as given to all of us by His Divine Grace including some of those originally deputed to initiate, as indicated by his instructions both before and after.

Newcomers attracted would be able to be trained and uplifted in good association through the strength and purity of a united movement.

If perchance the acceptance of a perfunctory guru proved unfulfilling, one should continue to learn and perform the varnasrama dharma duties,  chant the holy names with faith and enthusiasm in association of devotees guided by brahmanas  knowledgeable in  sastra, confident that by cultivating and purifying their heart in preparation, Srila Prabhupada and Krishna will surely manifest Their mercy by sending more help.

The corollary of this situation would be that if we do not ourselves maintain the basic preliminary standard of the regulative principles and the daily chanting of at least sixteen rounds compulsory for every member of the Society, compromising for the sake of maintaining an artificially expanded institutional infrastructure without having developed the requisite stable foundation of functional varnasrama for devotees as His Divine Grace prescribed, newcomers may not be uplifted. 

They might rather go away feeling unhappy, disappointed, cheated or even create disturbance. 

Or, if they themselves, as willing partners in compromise through either innocence, ignorance, or otherwise, are accepted into a community or the Society with the support of a weakened management and with no hope of understanding and respecting the standard or possibility of being properly trained, gradually by default over time they will become the majority with disproportional influence.

This may be compounded if management choose to replace themselves or bolster their support with such relatively new and untrained representatives in preference to their peers or even seniors perceived as being not particularly cooperative. 

Such replacement of presently qualified members trained over time with great effort and expense is another reason why the organization of devotees as a whole may not survive.

(Neither will we be able to  convince the serious among the  younger generation to join and be trained by such qualified devotees so the Movement might automatically flounder).

Sincere devotees, particularly dissenting disciples of His Divine Grace unwilling to complicitly compromise will either 

1) feel hopeless that they can no longer serve his desire within the present institutional framework of the “Movement”, 

2) be reluctant to waste their time and effort supporting anything contrary to his desire (feeling that they may be even contributing to working against it), 

3) voluntarily
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 leave, be asked to, or made to feel unwelcome.

There is nothing positive to be gained from offending or losing these Prabhus in any way.

Association with nondevotees is so dangerous it is said to be worse than suicide.
As it is extremely difficult to maintain devotional principles indefinitely in such association, devotees will either break their vows or have to resort to an inferior livelihood to survive. Thus their ability to fully understand sastra, follow and represent their guru to teach the Absolute Truth, will be lost or compromised.

Either way this could be considered as killing of  brahmanas, and thus the combined effort of so many years sacrificing gallons of blood by His Divine Grace, his assistants and his followers to create them will have been spilt in vain.

Real, qualifed brahmanas are considered the head of society. 

Such acts are comparable to cutting off one’s own head; a brahmana is even prohibited to even take his own life.

There are innumerable living entities on this planet undergoing innumerable lives of repeated births and deaths. 

When they have evolved in consciousness they receive the rare boon of a human birth with the chance to hear about or be convinced of the Lord’s redeeming mercy to free them from that cycle by the process of bhakti from His sastra spoken through the mouths of His representatives, the realized brahmanas and vaisnavas. 


If that one opportunity in the human form is lost, such unfortunate souls are thrown back for another round of samsara perhaps after enduring time in the hellish planets. 

As a result, the whole world suffers for the loss of brahminical guidance, 

(including those of us living in denial, feeling secure within the cocoon of our institutional livelihoods in the guise of  accepting “charity to the brahmanas”).

The reaction for us all, individually or collectively, could be incalculable.

However, the good news is that such reaction can be expiated by giving land in charity to brahmanas which will doubly act to save their sanctity (livelihood), enable them to give their wisdom (varnasrama college), as well as provide a providential opportunity to fulfill the long cherished aspirations of His Divine Grace, his guru maharaja, his guru maharaja and his guru maharaja... to manifest varnasrama.

This may well prove to be the catalyst needed to renew devotee enthusiasm, diffuse angst, avert revolution, moral decline, institutional disintegration, deregistration etc 
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take us  off the back foot  back on track.]
However, for whichever reasons (and there are many compelling ones that seem to keep cropping up) His Divine Grace sallied forth these apparently (to us) equivocal instructions for introducing varnasrama, 

the undeniable truth remains- 

we have yet to fully understand their relevance and wholeheartedly execute them. 

Time is running out. 

Why gamble on our own safety, what to speak of others’?
God helps those who help themselves; we all need each others help through cooperation.

It’s easy to be lulled into a false sense of security.

It may only be the calm before the storm nindividually or collectively.

Srila Prabhupada warned us many times not to underestimate maya’s tricks. 

None of us are safe until back home, back to Godhead.

But please, putting the head at your holy feet, don’t be put off  reading this document because of these comments. 

They are only current personal perspectives, are not set in stone and no doubt more a nuisance than of any help.

The actual words of His Divine Grace are the soothing balm for which we all hanker.

Let us venture to succeed in this lifetime to follow his instructions repeated here.

Apology:      

Those who were the direct recipients of, or privy to, these conversations are greatly fortunate souls. 

They are our gurus who inspired His Divine Grace to shower forth these immortal instructions for the benefit of everyone for all time. 

We consider ourselves to be extremely fortunate to relish and chew these remnants and beg their permission and blessings to be of some assistance in carrying them out. 

No offence is intended in any way by revisiting these conversations within a broader forum of devotees. 

Let us all try to understand them, cooperate to please His Divine Grace, the predecessor acaryas, “save ourselves”, others and help expand peace and happiness all over the world.

Cautionary note:     

Before we think of using this information as a tool to belittle or criticize those who, for whatever reason, did not or circumstantially could not follow what they personally heard and were directly instructed to do by His Divine Grace, let’s step back and think. 

Are we motivated by love or hate?

Fools rush in where angels dare to tread.

Tread ourselves on this path given by the mahajanas  before we dare to carelessly pass judgement on others.

Do we have the preliminary qualifications of service, obedience and surrender needed to be in the demanding presence of a mahabhagavata such as His Divine Grace? 

Why weren’t we there? 

Where were we and what were we doing? 

Such instructions don’t come cheap.

Only perhaps after bearing the bruising brunt of thunderbolts of chastisement, subsequent genuine humility and remorse, along with relentless uninterrupted service in submission and surrender, may the heart of a spiritual master soften and be pleased to reveal the key information which we need in our particular circumstance to help us cross over the insurmountable ocean of repeated birth and death.

Have we been purified within that “crucible of ordeal”?

A cursory perusal of Chapter Twelve of Manu Samhita, Srimad Bhagavatam Fifth Canto, or the behaviour of Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu with His close associates should serve as a reality check. 

Even to think ill of a vaisnava may oblige us to become their disciple or a disciple of their disciple.

Deprecating the dog of a vaisnava is, we have heard, worse than abusing the owner.

Pride, associated ignorance, blind faith in our wicked mind and intelligence, predjudice and unwillingness to hear are our very own worst enemies to progress and mitigation of our suffering. 

The mercy of devotees are our only hope. 

Let us not burn our bridges by alienating ourselves from that.

About this particular file: 

The text displayed by a link is limited to 40 characters. In some instances letters have been dropped while trying maintain the phonetics.

Bhagavad-gétä 3.18-30             Los Angeles, December 30, 1968
Madhudviña: Prabhupäda, in this age of Kali when there is no social structure or varëäçrama-dharma, how can one discriminate how he is utilizing his energies for his prescribed duties? How can one determine his prescribed duties, as Lord Kåñëa has described here, for Arjuna to follow his prescribed duties.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Before coming to Kåñëa consciousness were you in the varëäçrama? Then how you have come? How you have come to this position?

Madhudviña: Out of misery.

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. You have come to execute Kåñëa consciousness. Before coming to this Kåñëa consciousness, were you in varëäçrama-dharma? No. So at the present moment, there is no possibility of persons following the principles of varëäçrama-dharma, either here or anywhere. Everyone is varëa-saìkara. Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. In this age, everyone is a çüdra. Nobody is brähmaëa, nobody is kñatriya, nobody is vaiçya. Çüdra. So in this age, you won't find anybody following the varëäçrama-dharma.

Therefore this is the panacea, to engage everyone in Kåñëa consciousness, chanting Hare Kåñëa. He comes above the highest principle of brahmanism. This is the greatest gift to the humanity, that even he is in the, I mean to say, fallen condition, the most degraded position, he can be raised to the highest position simply by chanting. This is the only remedy. Now you cannot again introduce this system of varëäçrama. It is not possible. But if one takes to Kåñëa consciousness, automatically he becomes immediately a brähmaëa and above the brähmaëa. A Vaiñëava is above the brähmaëa.

Just like when we initiate, give Hare Kåñëa mantra, he is supposed to be above the all material modes of nature. And when he has practiced, we offer him the sacred thread. This is the prescription of this age. Otherwise, you cannot select who is brähmaëa, who is çüdra, who is kñatriya. It is very difficult. Only one who takes to Kåñëa consciousness, he comes to the transcendental  platform, and he's above the brähmaëas. He is no longer a çüdra, kñatriya. He's above the brähmaëas, a Vaiñëava. So this is the only process to raise a person from the lowest position to the highest standard. And that is factual.
Room Conversation                                May 11, 1969, Columbus, Ohio                                                      

Prabhupäda: They are very aristocratic family. I do, I did not belong to that family, but I was born in that family, you see? And from the very beginning the Kashi Mallik, they have got nice Rädhä-Kåñëa temple. So I was standing before the deity, and I was seeing, "Oh, He is Kåñëa. Oh, people say He is dead. How he is dead?" Like that I was thinking. And then my, I asked my father, "Oh, I shall worship Kåñëa, give me." So my father gave me Rädhä-Kåñëa, so I, whatever I was eating, I was offering them. So the statement of the çästra and my practical experience corroborates. So we we have to take instance like that, you see? Sädhu çästra guru väkya. We have to test everything from three positions: the spiritual master, scripture, and holy man. Scripture means, just like Bible. What is Bible? Scripture. Why the scripture? It is fully contains the instruction of sädhu, holy man, or spiritual master, Lord Jesus Christ, therefore is scripture. The scripture means the statement of liberated holy man. That is sädhu. Therefore, scripture should be tested through the holy man and spiritual master. Spiritual master should be tested through scripture and holy man, and holy man should be tested through spiritual master and scripture.

Allen Ginsberg: What is the difference between holy man and spiritual master?

Prabhupäda: No difference, but one has to test whether he is holy man. Then you have to, he has to corroborate with the statement of the scripture. Spiritual master is to be tested whether he is holy man, and whether there is corroboration in the statement of the scriptures. Sädhu çästra guru väkya tinete koriya aikya. Just like the law court, the experienced lawyer's speaking and giving evidence. Sädhu-çästra, and the judge is giving judgement, "Here is a statement, here is this lawbook." He has (indistinct). He also testing, the judge is also testing how the lawyer is speaking, and how it is corroborates to the lawbook. So similarly everything has to be tested in that way. The scripture should be consulted, and we should have to see whether it is corroborated. So we should not accept any man as spiritual master or holy man if he does not corroborate with the statement of the scripture. So we should not accept any man as spiritual master or holy man if he does not corroborate with the statement of the scripture. He's at once rejected. [ ]
Prabhupäda: You remain with us at least for three months and you'll forget your... You remain with us for three months. (laughter) With your associates, you just come to Våndävana. We shall live together.

Allen Ginsberg: You have a farm now?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Allen Ginsberg: You have a farm now?

Prabhupäda: Yes. And you'll forget everything. You'll be fully Kåñëa conscious.

Allen Ginsberg: We have a farm also now in upstate New York. There we have vegetarian table also in the farm. We have a cow, goats. But...

Prabhupäda: From economic point of view, if one man has got a cow and four acres of land, he has no economic problem. That we want to start. He can independently live any part of the world. Simply he must (have) one cow and four acres of land. Let the people be divided with four acres of land and a cow, there will be no economic question. All the factories will be closed.
Allen Ginsberg: Four acres, you think?

Prabhupäda: Four acres.

Allen Ginsberg: Maybe.

Prabhupäda: That I am instructing Kértanänanda, to show this example in New Vrindaban.

Allen Ginsberg: Are you going to be able to do it on four acres?

Kértanänanda: I hope so.

Prabhupäda: Is it very difficult? Four acres of land per head?

Allen Ginsberg: I just this last night was in Minnesota, which is flat, very fertile, very rich land.

Prabhupäda: Where it is? Which province?

Allen Ginsberg: Minnesota. Midwest. Further west. Talking with a poet who also is a fellow sädhana, whose family is from that area for many generations, whose brother has a thousand acres of land, and he himself has 160 acres of land. And as farming is done now in America, apparently 160 acres is not enough to support a farm economically because farming is done now in such large scale with machines.

Kértanänanda: You can use those machines if you want. If you want to live in the so-called American style, that is so. But if you're willing to adopt the Vedic way of minimizing the material needs in order to pursue Kåñëa consciousness, what does one need? He needs sufficient food to keep the body healthy and a place to lay down. So four acres is plenty.

Allen Ginsberg: Where do you get the... How do you feed the cow, or would you?

Kértanänanda: On four acres you can do it.

Allen Ginsberg: You can get enough hay for a cow, for...?

Prabhupäda: Fodder. Yes. We grow.

Guest: On food, it depends on what part of the east?

Allen Ginsberg: He's a farmer.

Guest: Whereabouts? What part? Cause a cow has to have about three acres for grazing.
Kértanänanda: So at most five acres. It's in that vicinity.

Allen Ginsberg: See we are interested in this problem of minimizing.

Prabhupäda: So let us cooperate.

Allen Ginsberg: And doing organic farming and minimizing the effort and also the material demands.

Kértanänanda: You can grow sufficient vegetables on a fraction of an acre.

Allen Ginsberg: Yes. We had a big vegetable garden this year, too. I've been doing farming... Peter has been doing a great deal of farming.

Hayagréva: How are you tilling your land?

Guest: We have a friend who comes out with a plow.

Allen Ginsberg: You're doing it by hand?

Kértanänanda: We just got a horse.

Hayagréva: We just got a horse. We had bad experience with a rotary tiller. We got rid of it.

Kértanänanda: West Virginia. We gave it away.

Allen Ginsberg: So we're also going through a coovy(?) äçrama for poets. A little farm for poets.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Farming, agriculture, that is nice. There is a proverb: agriculture is the noblest profession. Is it not said? Agriculture is noblest, and Kåñëa was farmer, His father.

Allen Ginsberg: The cow.

Prabhupäda: Cow, yes. And in Vedic literature you'll find, a man is... Richness of a man is estimated by the possession of grains and cows. Dhanyena dhanavän. If he has got sufficient quantity grain, then he's to be... Formerly, even still in India, when a daughter is offered to a family, they will go and see how many morais(?) there are. Grain stock. If he sees that he has five, six, big, big grain stock, then he can... "Oh, this is nice house." You see? "They can feed." So in India still, the arrangement is that every family has got at least two years grain in stock. You see? And cow at least one dozen. No economic problem. And actually, that is the fact. You keep cows and have sufficient grains, whole economic problem solved. Eating. And sleeping, you can take some wood and four pillars. Of course, in your country it is not...

Allen Ginsberg: It's very cold.

Prabhupäda: Very cold. (laughing) India, all the year they are lying on the flat sky.

Kértanänanda: But still, it is very simple. We also experimented with that. You can build a nice shelter very... for ten, fifteen dollars.

Allen Ginsberg: Well, it depends. You see, where we are we're twenty below.

Kértanänanda: Well, we have pretty near that in West Virginia.

Allen Ginsberg: In Minnesota gets thirty, forty, sometimes, below.

Kértanänanda: There has to have sufficient wood sawed up.

Allen Ginsberg: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Formerly, in Europe they were also living.

Allen Ginsberg: Man lived this way for 20,000 years, 30,000 years until the 19th Century.

Prabhupäda: So we have to live that. Plain living, high thinking. The necessities of this bodily existence, that should be minimized and not unhealthy. Healthy. To keep oneself fit. But the time should be utilized--develop Kåñëa consciousness, spiritual life. Then his whole problem is solved. 

[Ed: One dozen cows would practically mean “cows and bulls”. Not all cows will be giving milk. Just say if one puts a cow into calf every two years and taking the maximum life expectancy of a protected cow or bull to be around twenty four years, then  one will end up with a stable herd of twelve where the birth rate balances the death rate. This is a safe conservative calculation. 
In practice a good happy protected cow should give milk longer than two years (especially true if during winter good nutritious feed is kept up) with the one calf, albeit with perhaps a gradually reduced milk production, so one could milk more than one cow. Also, in reality the average life expectancy is much less as there would be early mortalities. 
It is better to keep cows giving milk for longer with the one calf born than breeding more often and getting more calves which will grow to full size and eat more grass. In the long run this realizes more milk on a limited grass supply where one is not disposing of cows as is the situation in the modern slaughterhouse dairy.
At any rate, at three acres per cow one would need a maximum thirty six acres to support the one dozen cows/bulls/calves. By  adhering to the system of herding a village’s cows together (they would go back to their respective owners or protectors (vaisyas) in the evening where they are milked, protected and rested in sheds) grass production can be maximized i.e the amount of acreage required reduced. By properly dividing and intensively graving then spelling paddocks grass production increases up to ten fold. 
The bulls can also plough cutivatable land, say one acre per family to feed and produce crops, the byproducts of which can supplement their diet..
So a better system than dividing pasture land into individual lots for each vaisya’s herd would be to keep the individual herds at night with their respective owners and then graze them all together as much possible during the day on common land divided into separate pasture paddocks rotated for maximum grass growth..

The theory behind this is that when an area is intensively grazed, the cows eat everything including that which would be less palatabe and left ungrazed if they were to wonder everywhere on the undivided total land area.
On time grazing is kept to a minimum (ideally one section per day). Grass seeds drop on the bare soil for plant rejuvenation. The roots die back and the dead roots become food for the worms which populate, leaving fertile casts and airating the soil.
However, the small reserve of energy left in the depleted root after intensive grazing leaves the grass plants vulnerable. Simplistically, at first there will only be enough to sprout two leaves for photosynthesis, then four, then eight, then sixteen. When the grass is lush and palatable the cows return via the rotation schedulec. Properly organized, each paddock will always be lush everytime it is grazed. 
At all costs there should not even be one animal left in a freshly grazed paddock to graze the new shoots of the struggling plants. Otherwise, left to graze a whole undivided area all the time, cows will always go around preferentially nipping these shoots at the expense of the less palatable weeds which will gradually proliferate, leaving the grass struggling to survive. The paddock will also suffer more from moisture loss, become drought prone with the short roots unable to tap minerals deep down. 
One should especially note that leaving younger and older cows  continuously together in one paddock will eventually kill the older ones. Younger cows have sharper teeth and are able to nip off the young shoots whereas the teeth of older cows have worn down over time and fall out. When grass growth diminishes (in winter or during “drought”) the older cows will be forced to subsist on whatever unpalatable dead grass remains after the younger ones (or any other stock in the paddock such as horses sheep or goats with two sets of teeth, upper and lower) have continuously kept new growth in check. Cows have only one set of teeth and need to rip the grass. Without any teeth and only gums they need longer grass to eat. Foolish people will that say they died of “old age” (or even “snake bite”) whereas they simply gradually lost condition i.e starved to death. Properly cared for in their own special set of spelled paddocks, older cows may have lived for another five or ten years.

To recap, intensively grazed divided pasture areas properly spelled (rested) yield up to ten times more grass than when left undivided to be continually grazed. Summer growth time will vary of course from winter growth time and therefore paddocks can be further divided using portable fencing or grazed more quickly. Books based on the author Andre Voison give a more comprehensive analysis.

Ideally, forests should also be planted.]
Brähmaëa Initiation Lecture    New Vrindaban, May 25, 1969
So a Vaiñëava is already brähmaëa, but still, it is a function that one should not deride at Vaiñëava, that he is not brähmaëa. Therefore Vaiñëava-småti, Hari-bhakti-viläsa, written by Sanätana Gosvämé... That is called Vaiñëava-småti, how to conduct Vaiñëava life. There it is clearly stated by Sanätana Gosvämé that tathä dékñä-vidhänena dvijatvaà jäyate nåëäm: "By the process of initiation, a man can attain the position of the twice-born." 
Twice-born means brähmaëa especially—brähmaëa, kñatriyas, vaiçyas, 
three classes of twice-born. 
Several times I have explained: first born by father and mother, and second born, birth, is this. So you should have responsibility, you should follow. 
But you can be steady and you will be able to follow all these principles 
provided you chant regularly Hare Kåñëa. 
That sixteen rounds you must complete. Then mäyä will not be able to deviate you. 
That is... You must keep this. 
This kértana process, as we are performing morning, evening, this will keep your life steady, fixed up, firm. You will always be situated in brähmaëa's position if you strictly follow this. Otherwise mäyä will immediately: "My dear boy, please come here. Why you are taking so much botheration?"[ ]
So you should be careful. 
The only precaution is that you chant Hare Kåñëa. 
Yaù smaret puëòarékäkñam sa bahyäbhyantaraà çuciù. Always. 
If you want to keep intact of transcendental position, chant Hare Kåñëa sincerely. 
Then you will be kept. 
Nobody can harm you. Nobody can deviate you. 
Mäyä will fly away. You see? Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. Mäyä is very strong. You cannot conquer mäyä by so-called meditation or this or that. No. Simply by surrendering to Kåñëa. Mäm eva ye prapadyante. Kåñëa. Only He. Mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. He can overcome the stringent laws of mäyä.

So don't think that after finishing this ceremony you become all right. 
No. Mäyä is always strong. Kåñëa-näma karo bhaya ära sab miche, paläivera path naya yo mäche piche. 
The instruction is that you always chant Hare Kåñëa. Ära sab miche. 
Whatever except... Näma vinä kichu nähika ära, cauddha-bhuvana-majhe. 
"Within this fourteen world, if there is anything summum bonum substance, this is this Hare Kåñëa. 
This is this Hare Kåñëa. Mind that." Näma vinä kichu nähika ära, cauddha-bhuvana-majhe. 
So this is secondary, this ceremony. Real strength is chanting Hare Kåñëa. 
So of course, people may not think you otherwise, that you are not brähmaëa, you are not purified. 
Therefore this ceremony is there, the thread ceremony here, that "Yes, we are properly... 
According to scriptural rules and regulations, we have become brähmaëa. There is no question of... Because I am not born in a  brähmaëa family, it does not mean I am not brähmaëa. I am recognized by authorized äcärya in the line of disciplic succession of Närada." Närada has given this definition in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam while instructing Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira about the four..., eight divisions, varëa and äçrama. He said, yasya hi yal lakñaëaà syäd varëäbhivyaïjakam. Varëa. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam [Bg. 4.13]. 
Four classes, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra—this is creation of God. 
It is not artificial. It is natural. God's creation is natural. 
So cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù: 
"According to quality and work." So your quality is Vaiñëava, and working as Vaiñëava. Then you are more than a brähmaëa. 
But you should keep.

(Hindi) You are a qualified lawyer, but you cannot do for want of money. (Hindi)

Room Conversation                  December 12, 1970, Indore
So here it is said that känyakubje dvijaù. Dvijaù means he was offered the sacred thread. That means he was born in a brähmaëa family. Janmanä jäyate çüdraù. Everyone is born a çüdra, a foolish. Sudra means a foolish man who simply laments. That is the real meaning of çüdra. Anyone who has no intelligence, he is çüdra. We also generally say, gadäh, less intelligent. So brähmaëas, kñatriyas, vaiçyas, they are called higher caste. 
According to their... 

Brähmaëa, first-class because his intelligence  is first-class. 

Kñatriya, his intelligence is second-class. 

Vaiçya, his intelligence is third-class. 

And çüdra means fourth-class. 

And less than çüdra, they are called païcama, caëòäla. 

They are accepted as animals, those who are less than çüdras. This is the Vedic system. Now, here it is said that this Ajamila, dvija... Dvija means he was properly initiated, second birth. First birth by father, mother, is çüdra. Anyone, even if he is born in a brähmaëa family, the natural birth is considered as çüdra. But if there is garbhädhäna-saàskära, then he's accepted as born brähmaëa, born brähmaëa. Still, one is born brähmaëa, he has to undergo the saàskäras. So our, this... Now it is known as Hindu society although the "Hindu" word is given by the Mohammedans. It is called sanätana-dharma or varëäçrama society, who very strictly follow the four divisions, social divisions of varëa—brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra—and four divisions of spiritual life—brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, and sannyäsa. So our, the Vedic system is called varëäçrama. Varëa means the social order. Äçrama means spiritual division. Therefore those who are following strictly the Vedic principle, that family life is called gåhastha äçrama. Äçrama. Whenever you add this word äçrama there is spiritual significance. So all the division-brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, and sannyäsa—they are known as äçrama. Anyone can understand äçrama. As soon as there is äçrama that means "Here some men, saintly persons, spiritually advanced persons, lives." That is äçrama. 

So that äçrama, when a student follows the regulative principles, he is supposed to be situated in brahmacäré äçrama. 

A householder living with family, husband, wife, children, if they are following strictly the regulative principles—gåhastha äçrama. 

Similarly, retired life, if he is following the regulative principles—the vänaprastha äçrama. 

Similarly, a renounced life, sannyäsa, if he is following the regulative principles, that is sannyäsa äçrama.

Not that imitating somebody, I put on a saffron dress and I become a sannyäsé and by begging I live...

This has killed the whole Hindu society or the sanätana-dharma society.

Unqualified persons, they do not know the regulative principles but for

solution of economic problem they dress themselves.
This is Kali-yuga.
They will pass on  simply  by the dress 

without  any knowledge. [break] [ ]

Guest (4): I would like to live with you and tour with you.

Prabhupäda: So why not come and live and tour with me? Who forbids you? But it is not possible to pay anything for your family expenditure. That is difficulty. 

We cannot pay anything but you can live with your family. That responsibility you can take. 

But I cannot pay you. That's not possible. Because we are maintaining by collecting alms. In that case it is not possible to pay something. There is... (break) [ ]
...But it is not possible to pay. And besides that, when there is question of payment
the service is not good because the payment  means he is  serving  the money.

He is not  serving the cause.

Room Conversation            December 21, 1970, Surat

Revatinandana: That is service in the mode of ignorance?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. They cannot serve. All these welfare activities of the world, what they are serving? That I explained this morning. They are trying to give help to the poor, but the number of poor is increasing. They are trying to give medicine or relief to the suffering patients. The patients are increasing. Hospitals are increasing. But if our number of temples, Kåñëa temples is increase, that is something sound. But they are increasing hospitals. What do you think? If we increase number of hospitals, does it mean that we are making progress? But they think that they are making progress. Just like in your country there is welfare department? The expenditure increasing.

Revatinandana: Yes, (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: That means the social structure is very bad. Otherwise, natural procedure is that everyone should be self-independent. But why state has to give them help? That's not good. You may be... Just like a son may be very rich man's son, but if the father provides him only, then he's a useless son. Is it not? If the father has to provide him money for his maintenance, then that son is useless son. That is not a good certificate. Although you may be very much proud that "I am maintaining my so many sons," why you should maintain? Let them be self-supported.

Yadubara: But what can the state do? Should the state just leave the people alone?

Prabhupäda: No. They should make the citizens so nicely developed in their Kåñëa consciousness that they should be self-dependent, self-satisfied. That is the ideal of civilization.

Yadubara: But America is so far from that.

Prabhupäda: Therefore it is not advancement, although they are very much proud of advancement. This is not sign of advancement. According to Bhagavad-gétä it is said, yasmin sthite guruëäpi duùkhena na vicälyate: [Bg. 6.20-23] "If one is situated in such a position that even in the greatest, gravest type of dangerous position, he is not agitated, he is not agitated, that is the real happiness." Yasmin sthite guruëäpi duùkhena na vicälyate. These are the words, yasmin sthite: "Situated in such a position that although he is facing greatest danger, he is not agitated." There is one instance. Not very long ago, say, about two hundred years ago there was a big zamindar. He was known as king in Krishnanagar. So he was charitably disposed. He went to a brähmaëa and asked him—he was a great learned scholar—"Can I help you any way?" And the pandit replied, "No. I don't require your help. I am quite satisfied." "How you are satisfied?" "Oh, my, these students, they bring some rice. So my wife boils that, and I have got this tamarind tree. I take some leaves and prepare some juice out of it. That is sufficient." So he was satisfied. That's all. But he was a learned scholar. Similarly, Canakya Pandit... You have perhaps heard. He was the greatest politician. He was prime minister of India. He was living in a cottage and just giving instruction. So that is India's Vedic civilization. Everyone is satisfied, self-sufficient. And now in your country, oh, you have to attend office fifty miles off. And because you have to take this trouble, Kåñëa has provided with car. You are thinking, "I am advanced." You don't think that "Although I have got car, I have to go fifty miles off from my home." This is illusion. You are thinking, "I am advanced. I am happy. I have got this car." This is illusion. Yes. Gaurasundara was going to maintain, and he drives fifty miles off, Honolulu. The poor fellow had to rise early in the morning. You see? And so much haste.(?) Therefore: "Gaurasundara, you better give up this job. Just depend on Kåñëa." So he has given up. What is this? Fifty miles going by motorcycle or motor car, how much tedious it is. But still, they are satisfied that "We are advanced." And because they have many cars, therefore in your country always there is that (makes traffic noise), "sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh, sonh," wherever I go. [ ]
Devotee (3): Is it all right to finish rounds(?) in the temple when there's nothing to do?

Prabhupäda: No.

Devotee (3): This afternoon.

Prabhupäda: Not afternoon. You have to do it in the morning when there is nothing.
Guest (1): Hare Kåñëa!

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (Hindi) Hare Kåñëa.

Devotee (4): He danced on saìkértana today.

Prabhupäda: Perhaps in other engagement he cannot dance. Actually there is no problem. Why there should be problem? There are 8,400,000 species of life. Out of that, human being are 400... Out of that, 80%, they are uncivilized. So all these living entities have no problem for eating. This 20% or 15% people who are called as civilized, they have problem. They have created problem. At least in India, say, hundred years before, there was no problem for eating, even for the çüdra class or any... No, there was no... The society was so made, there was no problem. Why fifty years? In 1933 or '36 in Våndävana somebody wanted milk, some pilgrimage amongst ourselves. So went to a house. So, "Can you supply us some milk?" "Ah, how much you want?" So it was about ten pounds. So she supplied immediately, one woman, and when she was offered price, "Oh, why shall  take price for ten or twenty pounds of milk? Oh, you can take it." That is my practical experience. Milk was so freely available. So simply we are creating problems by godless civilization. That is a fact.
Room Conversation                           January 6, 1971, Calcutta                                                            

Devotee (2): We were getting a cow but we joined ISKCON just before we got the cow. We were going to get one for four hundred dollars. It was giving sixteen quarts a day and had a calf.

Prabhupäda: Sixteen quarts?

Devotee (2): A day, yes. There was a small calf also.

Prabhupäda: There must be grazing ground for cows. Then there is no problem.

Room Conversation             August 15, 1971, London                                                            

Prabhupäda: Then there is no... (break) ...and if we conquer our eating then we can conquer our sleeping also. Nidrähära vihärakädi vijitau. (break) Don't make fuss. If you are serious, then it is all right. Otherwise, you are young men. If you again give up sannyäsa or you try to marry, it will be scandalous for our society. Don't do that. If you are steady... But so far report is you are not very steady. Do you admit this or not?

Kulaçekhara: Yes. Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Then how you can take sannyäsa? It is a very great responsibility. (break) There is no need of taking sannyäsa. If you are sincere in preaching you can do in this dress. Where is the harm? Simply by changing, taking a rod, you'll not become God immediately. You have to work, steadily. What is there in sannyäsa? Do you mean to say taking a rod one becomes sannyäsa? Sannyäsa means you must be sacrificing everything for Kåñëa. That is sannyäsa. Anäçritaù karma-phalaà käryaà karma karoti yaù, sa sannyäsé. Sa sannyäsé, he's sannyäsé. Anäçritaù karma phalaà käryaà karma karoti.[ ]
Prabhupäda: Drug is killing the whole Western nation. You will be spoiled, you will be finished with this drug habit. You are already finished. America is finished. They cannot do anything anymore. Neither industrialists nor big scholars, neither big fighter. Anything. Simply spoiled. The only shelter is this Kåñëa consciousness. Päpi täpi yata chilo harinäme uddharilo. They can be only saved by this process. They have no other... otherwise they are going to hell. All Americans, the so-called puffed up materialist. This is a fact. So if you want to do service to your country, introduce this Kåñëa consciousness to the younger generation. They will be saved. You be saved and save your brothers. And otherwise this poison, this intoxication, heroin, cocaine, and LSD and this and marijuana, finished everything. But if you become steady in one life without deviating for mäyä, then you make solution of all problems. That is the duty of human being . Instead of suffering this repeated birth and death, one life sacrifice. What is that sacrifice? What is inconvenience to live nicely, avoiding these four rascal habit, taking Kåñëa prasädam, and chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra and reading all these nice books. Where is the difficulty? Nice life. First class life. Wherever you will go you will be respectable. Anyone will worship you. [ ]

Prabhupäda: No. And the psychology is the girl, after first menstruation, she enjoys sex life with a boy, she will never forget that boy. Her love for that boy is fixed up for good. This is woman's psychology. And she is allowed to have many, oh, she will never be chaste woman. These are the psychology. So these rascals, Westerners, they do not know and they are becoming philosopher, scientist, and politician, and spoiling the whole world. They can be saved only by this Kåñëa consciousness movement. There is no other way. Otherwise they will lick up their skyscraper building and everything will go to hell. We have seen in New York, so many houses fall down. In New York. Yes. So many. Simply garbage. I have studied. Simply full of garbage. Nobody is going to take care. And the boys and girls loitering in the street as hippies. This is a very, very, bad sign. You see? No home, home neglected, no regular life. The whole nation will be spoiled. It is already spoiled. The poison is already there. Fire. Now it is increasing. Just like you set fire, it increases. So that fire is already there.

Çyämasundara: And the Russians and the Chinese, they are training to take over. They are marching, practicing war.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Çyämasundara: In Russia we noticed every day they're practicing for war, young people, marching.

Prabhupäda: Mechanical.

Çyämasundara: Yes. In China too, marching, ready to take over.

Kulaçekhara: When we were in New York, one boy...

Prabhupäda: No, there will be fight. That is the prediction of great politician. There will be war between these Communist and anti-Communist. There are two parties now. The anti-Communist will be defeated. The Communists will come out victorious.

Çyämasundara: We don't want to fight. None of our boys want to fight.

Prabhupäda: They also do not want fight but they are forced. They do not want to fight. Because they're... Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. In the Kali-yuga everyone is çüdra. What he'll fight? Fighting is not the business of a çüdra. It is meant for the kñatriya. And nobody is being trained as kñatriya or brähmaëa. Everyone is being trained as çüdra or utmost vaiçya, how to make money. That's all. One class of men is being trained how to serve and get some money, another class is being trained how to make money by exploitation. That is capitalist and communist. The communists are the çüdras. They are protesting that "You are exploiting us and getting money. It must stop." That is Communism. Is it not? And the vaiçyas, they are trying to exploit others. Some way or other bring money. So there are these capitalists and çüdra and vaiçya. 
There is no kñatriya, there is no brähmaëa. 
Therefore the whole social structure is lost. 
So we are trying to create some brähmaëas. 
And people if follow our instruction then whole social structure is again revived. 
Hare Kåñëa. So we have got very serious mission. Don't be fickle. When you have come and sacrificed your life for the mission, don't be fickle. Be very steady and capture Kåñëa's lotus feet tightly. You'll never be attacked by mäyä. Otherwise as soon as you give up Kåñëa, mäyä is ready. Just like side by side there is sun... shadow and light. If you push little from light then go to shadow. This is already side by side mäyä and Kåñëa. So as soon as you forget Kåñëa-mäyä. As soon as you give up mäyä, then Kåñëa.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.1                     London, August 30, 1971

The Vedic culture means that the social order and the spiritual order of life. The social order of life is mentioned in the Bhagavad-gétä: cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. According to quality and according to work, the social order is divided into four. 
The most intelligent class of men are called the brähmaëas, 
and the next intelligent class of men, namely the politicians, or one who wants to take part in administration, they are called kñatriyas. 
And the next intelligent class of men, those who are busy in production—because we want food—so the productive class of men is called vaiçya, mercantile. 
And the laborer class of men, namely one who is neither intelligent nor administrator nor trader (Ed: on the basis of the production of foodstuffs through cow and bull protection),  but wants to live at the shelter of somebody, master, they are called çüdras. 
The brähmaëas, the kñatriyas, and the vaiçyas, they would never accept subordination, service, under anyone. 
But the çüdras, as it is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä: paricaryätmakaà käryaà çüdra-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. By nature, a çüdra wants to take shelter of somebody else and live.
So at the present moment, the Kali-yuga, the çästra says, almost everyone is a çüdra because nobody can live independently. Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. Kalau means in this age, this iron age, almost everyone is a çüdra. It is very difficult to find out really brähmaëa, kñatriya. vaiçyas maybe there are. But mostly çüdras. Because the other three orders of life are missing, therefore at the present moment there is no peace. In every step there is fight, there is quarrel. Kali means disagreement and quarrel. So this age is called Kali-yuga. 

Room Conversation        November 25, 1971, Delhi

Prabhupäda: I am very glad to see original kñatriya. (Dr. Singh laughs) Räjarñi.
Dr. Singh: (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: Your generation are kñatriya.
Actually we give stress in our civilization, brähmaëa and kñatriya. 

Kià punar brähmaëäù puëyä bhaktä räjarñayas tathä [Bg. 9.33]. And Kåñëa says, evaà paramparä-präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. (Hindi?) We have lost our kñatriyas, we have lost our...

Dr. Singh: (Sanskrit)

Prabhupäda: So the Vedic civilization is lost. The kñatriyas are considered to be the arms.

Dr. Singh: And also the...

Prabhupäda: And the brähmaëas the head.

Dr. Singh: But in the Upaniñads, as you know, there are many cases in which the brähmaëas had to go to the kñatriyas for knowledge. You remember?

Indian man: Fourth Chapter of Gétä (indistinct). Fourth Chapter of Gétä (indistinct). The knowledge is being handed over.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Singh: Handed down.

Prabhupäda: That I have spoken. Evaà paramparä-präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. So this knowledge were being studied by the king, because it is the responsibility of the king to see that the citizens are happy in every all respects.

Dr. Singh: Sretaketu(?) also went to the king to ask him. Your movement has spread with tremendous rapidity.

Prabhupäda: Because it is genuine.

Dr. Singh: And the sheep are very hungry. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: I want to revive brähmaëa-ism, kñatriya-ism.
Unless you do that, there cannot be any peace.
Dharma. Dharma means this classification dharma. There are two kinds of dharmas. One, material dharma, and another, spiritual dharma. Actually, dharma means spiritual.

But so long we do not come to the standard platform of spiritual dharma,

we have to regulate our life in such a way that we may come ultimately to the spiritual platform.

So that material dharma is that, as Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13].
Dr. Singh: Guëa-karma vibhädayo.
Prabhupäda: So the brähmaëa's dharma, the kñatriya's dharma, the vaiçya's dharma, and the çüdra's dharma.
Dr. Singh: In the modern world, Swamiji, wouldn't you think that the same person has got to combine in himself the qualities traditionally ascribed to all the dharmas? Therefore, a man must be..., he must have the knowledge.

Prabhupäda: That is a fact, that is Kåñëa consciousness.

Dr. Singh: He must have the integration of the guëas.
Prabhupäda: Integration of guëas, sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate [Bg. 14.26]. That is transcendental position. You have to transcend all the three guëas. Nistraiguëyo bhavärjuna. Traiguëya-viñayä vedä. The Vedic system is dealing with the three kinds of guëas--sattva, raja, tama guëa.

And Arjuna was advised to come to the platform of nistraiguëya, nirguëa.
Dr. Singh: Caturthaù(?).

Prabhupäda: Caturthaù(?) platform. And that is possible by this Kåñëa consciousness. Kåñëa says,

mäà ca (yo) 'vyabhicäreëa
bhakti-yogena yaù sevate
sa guëän samatétya etän
brahma-bhüyäya kalpate
[Bg. 14.26]

(One who engages in full devotional service, unfailing in all circumstances, at once transcends the modes of material nature and thus comes to the level of Brahman.)
So two sides we are trying, to define the natural division of human society.
The intelligent class, the administrator class, the productive class, and the worker class.

There is natural division.

You cannot say that everywhere simply there are intelligent class of men. No.

Because we are infected with the three kinds of the material modes. You cannot expect all men are on the same level. That is not possible. Someone is in the modes of goodness, someone is in the modes of passion, someone is in the modes of ignorance, and someone is in the modes of mixture.

That is the natural division--brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaisya, çüdra. 

Those who are purely in goodness, they are brähmaëa. 

Next to that, passion, kñatriya. 

And next to that, vaiçya, mixture. 

And next to that, çüdra. 

And next to that, caëòäla.
Dr. Singh: But is it not necessary today for each person to have..., for example, he's got to have his..., he's got to have knowledge of the dharma. He's got to have the capacity to act...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Singh: ...of the kñatriya.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Singh: He's got to have the capacity for commerce and trade and (indistinct), for example.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that...

Dr. Singh: Can't we all be combined in a single person rather than dividing them into four, at least in the present age?

Prabhupäda: No. That is not possible.
Suppose if you are a kñatriya, you are ruling, you cannot go to work in the field.

Dr. Singh: We go to work in the office, which is equally hard, I can assure you. (laughs) We go from morning till evening. I wish I could go to the field, in fact.

Prabhupäda: You cannot put a cart before a horse. That is not possible. Of course, the Communists, they are trying to do that, but they have also failed. I went to Moscow. They have got a worker class and they have got a manager class, manager class. They cannot do without it. It must be there. Someone must be their manager. So this division of the society...Just like natural division, one can study by his own body. This body has got four divisions--the head division, the arm division, the belly division, and the leg division.

All of them are important in cooperation.

[Ed: knowledge for charity (brahmana), protection for tax (ksatriya), trade with (other vaisyas) and labour (sudra) for foodstuffs produced on the basis of cow and bull protection (vaisya).]

But the hand cannot do the work of the leg, nor the leg can do the work of the head.

Dr. Singh: But they are all four in the same body, Swamiji...

Prabhupäda: That is wanted.

Dr. Singh: That is what is wanted.

Prabhupäda: That is Kåñëa. 

Either you may be brähmaëa or either you may be kñatriya, 

either you may be vaiçya or çüdra, it doesn't matter.

But you try to satisfy Kåñëa, that is your perfection.

[Ed: by offering foodstuffs (produced through these cooperative livelihoods) to the Lord, subsisting on it, following the regulations and chanting at least sixteen rounds.]

That is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam: ataù pumbhir dvija-çreñöhä varëäçrama-vibhägaçaù. Vibhägaçaù is accepted, varna äçrama. Svanuñöhitasya dharmasya. Everyone has got particular duty to perform. Saàsiddhir hari-toñaëam [SB 1.2.13]. 

You remain kñatriya, you remain brähmaëa, you remain çüdra, it doesn't matter. 

But try to satisfy Kåñëa by your activities. That is wanted. Just like Arjuna. He remained a kñatriya. He was a fighter, he was declining to fight, and Kåñëa said, "What is this nonsense, you decline to fight?" "No, I do not wish to kill my kinsmen." Then he was..., he accepted Kåñëa's discipleship, çiñyas te 'ham, "Now I am puzzled, I do not..., I am..." Yes. Kärpaëya-doñopahata-svabhävaù.

Dr. Singh: Påcchämi tväà dharma-sammüòha-cetäù.

Prabhupäda: Then Kåñëa taught him Bhagavad-gétä. So he remained a kñatriya. But Kåñëa certified, bhakto 'si priyo 'si. So business is how to satisfy Kåñëa. It doesn't matter whether you are kñatriya, brähmaëa, kñatriya. It doesn't matter.

Dr. Singh: But surely Kåñëa is not unsatisfied.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Dr. Singh: Kåñëa is fully satisfied already.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is satisfied because He is the supreme. He does not require your help to be satisfied. But if you help Him, then you become satisfied.

Dr. Singh: So we satisfy ourself by...

Prabhupäda: That is the duty. Just like these fingers. Suppose if this finger is not working, I have got another finger. But if this finger does not satisfy me, that means it is diseased condition. It is not a normal condition. Similarly, we are parts and parcel of Kåñëa. Mamaiväàço jéva-bhütaù [Bg. 15.7]. So we are parts and...If we do not satisfy Kåñëa, that means we are in diseased condition, unhealthy.

Dr. Singh: We are not fulfilling our true dharma.

Prabhupäda: If this finger does not satisfy my body...Suppose I want to scratch here, a finger is doing it. If it cannot do it, that means it is diseased. So anyone who is not satisfying Kåñëa, he is diseased condition. That is material life. Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam. Material life means full of misery. And when misery comes? When one is diseased.

Dr. Singh: Is it possible, Swamiji, that Kåñëa may like to be satisfied through the material life?

Prabhupäda: Well, provided it is done for Him. Just like Arjuna, fighting. Fighting, if you take..., just like nowadays fighting is going on, that is material. But the same fighting done for Kåñëa is spiritual.

Dr. Singh: It is the attitude with which one does it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the definition of bhakti. Bhakti means håñékeëa håñékeça-sevanaà bhaktir ucyate [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. Håñékeëa håñékeça-sevanaà, that is bhakti. Now to serve Kåñëa, Håñékeça, that requires qualification. Just like you are king, if somebody wants to serve you as your secretary, he has to have specific qualifications. Not ordinary man. Similarly, bhakti means to serve Kåñëa. So everyone can serve Kåñëa provided he is qualified. And what is that qualification?

Dr. Singh: Love of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That qualification...

Love of Kåñëa is not so easy.

We have to reach that point after many processes.

Exactly in the same way, to become a secretary of the president, personal assistant, it is not very easy job. It requires some qualification. Similarly, to serve Kåñëa, it requires some qualification. And what is that qualification? Sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà tat-paratvena nirmalam: [Cc. Madhya 19.170] 

when we give up our designation. 

At the present moment, we are all designated: "I am Indian," "I am Christian," "I am American," "I am Pakistani," "I am Hindustani." These designations are going on. When you give up your designation, sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà [Cc. Madhya 19.170], that is mukti. "I am not Indian," "I am not Christian," "I am not Pakistani," "I am not Hindu." What you are?

Dr. Singh: (Sanskrit) çivo 'ham, çivo....

Prabhupäda: What you are? "I am servant of Kåñëa." Çivo 'ham is the beginning. Çivo 'ham, ahaà brahmäsmi, that is the beginning realization. Just like "I am this," "I am Indian," "I am this." Then you have to think over, then what is my duty? This perception that I am Çiva or Maìgala, I am spirit soul, then what is my duty? I am working now with the bodily concept of life: "I am Indian," "I am Kashmiri," "I am this," "I am that." So when I realize that I am neither Kashmiri nor Indian nor this nor that, I am çivo 'ham, or brahmäsmi, or I am eternal servant of God, Kåñëa, that is your pure. Tat-paratvena nirmalam. When you come to that understanding, çivo 'ham understanding, 

brahmäsmi understanding, or 

eternal servant of God understanding, 

THEN your duty begins. 

That is bhakti. 
So, therefore, bhakti is not on the material platform. 

Bhakti is on the spiritual platform. Sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate [Bg. 14.26].

brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä

na çocati na käìkñati

samaù sarveñu bhüteñu

mad-bhaktià labhate paräm
So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is purifying everyone. This bodily concept of life, "I am Indian," "I am American," "I am Hindu," "I am Muslim," they are forgetting. Just like in our society there are devotees from many religious sects, many countries, but they are nobody in that concept of life. 

They are purely thinking, "I am servant of Kåñëa." This is bhakti. This is spiritual platform. 

So far the material platform is concerned, there is already division. 

An intelligent class of men, the administrator class. Just like not all everyone is interested taking part in administration. Just like we, at least myself, if you invite me to come to the administration, I will not be interested. We are interested in different thing. 

So similarly, naturally  there is a division. 

The intelligent class of men, they like to study philosophy, they like to understand what is the ultimate goal of life, so many things. So intelligent class of men should be engaged in that business. 

They should not be dragged in other platform. 

And those who are inclined to take part in politics, administration, 

that class also should be trained how to rule over the country, 

how to make satisfied the citizens. 

They should be trained up, as in business people are trained up. 

Now the fault is without being trained, simply by votes one becomes prime minister or (indistinct). 

He has no training how to administer, but simply by vote, he occupies a big post. And that is his qualification. 

But he does not know how to rule over, how to make the people satisfied. 

Therefore, chaos. 

Daily everywhere, government is changing. Daily, weekly, this government, that government, that government. Why?

Because they are not trained up how to administer. Therefore, that is required. 

Tejaù. First these administrators must be tejasé, éçvara bhava(?). (Sanskrit) Now there will be fight, and the administers will sit down on the nice couch and the common man will fight. Formerly kñatriya came first of all. Like Arjuna, he is in the front. The other side, Duryodhana is in the front. So the fighter in that, "Oh, my master is there."

But there is no kñatriya.
The administration is under the çüdra side.

How they can manage?

So they must be trained. As in business, we give training.
Similarly, those who are going to take up the responsibility of administration, 

they should be trained.
And who will train them?
The brähmaëas,

 the çästra, 

sädhu-çästra-guru.

And those who are common men, they will simply work under their direction.

This division  is already there, but the training is not there.

Therefore, there is chaos.

Dr. Singh: There was a lot of chaos even in the old days when these divisions were there

Prabhupada: No, not so.

Dr. Singh: If you look at ancient history, it is one long story of massacres and wars and turmoil.

Prabhupäda: No.

Dr. Singh: If you read (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: (indistinct) some thousands of years. But so far our Indian history goes, we had two wars only, big wars. One war was Rävaëa and Räma, another was between the Kurus and the Päëòavas after many millions of years passed.

Dr. Singh: There's only two recorded wars.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. It was recorded. That fighting is going on even in the family. We see between husband and wife also there is sometimes fighting. That is not taken into account. But the major wars in the history of the world...Because India, or Bhäratavarña, means the whole world. Now it is cut into pieces. Just like twenty years ago, Pakistan is cut. This planet is called Bhäratavarña. Formerly it was known as Ilävåtavarña. Later on, after the ruling of Mahäräja Bharata...You know Mahäräja Bharata. After his name, this planet is called Bhäratavarña. And up to the Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, there was one ruling all over the world. One king in this (indistinct). Then gradually...Why?

The culture was lost. The Vedic culture was lost.

Up to Mahäräja Parékñit, the Vedic culture was kept intact.
Just like Mahäräja Parékñit, while he was going on tour of the Western countries, he saw one black man was trying to kill one cow. He immediately took his sword, "

"Who are you? You are killing cow in my kingdom?"

So that culture we have lost.
Immediately he began, "With this sword I shall kill you."

So king should give protection to all living entities. That is king's duty, state's duty.

Everyone should have living right. Why the animals should be killed? They are also prajä. Is it not duty of the king to give protection?

And that was being done up to the Mahäräja Parékñit.
Therefore, there was one kingdom. (Ed: on the point of cow protection within varnasrama dharma)
When they deteriorated, gradually part, part, part. Just like what is this Pakistan problem? These Pakistani Muhammadans, they do not come from Muhammadan country. They are our men, Hindus converted. But we could not keep the culture. Just like Kåñëa says,

mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya

ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù

striyo vaiçyäs tathä çüdräs

te 'pi yänti paräà gatim

Another in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam,

kiräta-hüëändhra-pulinda-pulkaçä

äbhéra-çumbhä yavanäù khasädayaù

ye 'nye ca päpä (yad-apäçrayäçrayäù)

çudhyanti tasmai prabhaviñëave namaù

We did not preach this Kåñëa consciousness movement. Therefore, we created all these things. Whose duty it is? Kåñëa said, mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù. "Even one is born in päpa-yoni, he can come to Me."

That is now the duty of those who are elevated as brähmaëa and kñatriya, 

to keep the standard.

Even one is born in päpa-yoni, he should be educated to become Kåñëa conscious. But that we did not do. We simply hated. When, during Muhammadan period, if the Muhammadan will take some water from the (indistinct) and put in this way, sprinkle over, "Oh, he has become Muhammadan." This has been done. These are stated in the Caitanya-caritämåta. Now whatever is done is done.

Now if you want to unite the whole world again under one banner, then this Kåñëa consciousness movement is the only...

[Ed: by reintroducing brahminical culture (satisfied with basics locally produced on the basis of cow and bull protection as prasadam) through our own example by following Krsna’s example; (Vrndavana/varnasrama village) and Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu’s/gopis’ kirtaniya sada harih]

Dr. Singh: Should we want to unite the world, or should be want to unite ourselves with Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Dr. Singh: Should we not rather want to unite ourselves with Kåñëa rather than to unite the world?

Prabhupäda: Well, unless you are united with Kåñëa, how you can teach the world to become united?

Dr. Singh: But why should one teach the world to become united with Kåñëa (indistinct).
Prabhupäda: To become happy, 
to be happy.

To become really happy. Yaà labdhvä cäparaà läbhaà manyate nädhikaà tataù.

Everyone feels satisfied, "Oh, I have got Kåñëa (indistinct.)"

Dr. Singh: So the first thing is to get Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Singh: The world can then be looked after later.

Prabhupäda: No. Side by side. Just like what world you can look after? Tell me, what is the particular way you want to look after?

Dr. Singh: Well, I mean that with Kåñëa first (indistinct), so what is the first priority?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Dr. Singh: First priority is to try...(break)...function.

Prabhupäda: What do you mean by this first priority? That I want to know from you.

Dr. Singh: No, you were talking, Swamiji, about the unification of the world.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The world is going on. We simply say that you take to Kåñëa consciousness and you will be happy. Happy in this life, happy in the next life. So you are going on in this way. "In this way" means either out of the four classes. You may name in a different way. I say brähmaëa class, you say intelligent class. Do you agree that in the world there is an intelligent class of men?

Dr. Singh: Yes, but they can also work.

Prabhupäda: Everyone is working.

Dr. Singh: They can be very good worker.

Prabhupäda: When your brain...Brain is the intelligent part of this body. So unless the brain works, nobody can work.

Dr. Singh: Everybody has a brain, all classes.

Prabhupäda: Therefore, the intelligent class means the brain of the society. They must work. Otherwise, how others will work? Working is compulsory for everyone.

Dr. Singh: They can fight also.

Prabhupäda: But just like the brain says that "Here is an enemy," so hand immediately strikes. Brain gives direction that "Here is an enemy coming," and he strikes with his hand. This is kñatriya. And the belly supplies food, vaiçya. And the legs, çüdra, carries.

So there must be systematic division of the work.
Everyone should work. The brain will work, the hand will work, the belly will work, the leg will work,

but the direction should be from the brain.

Therefore, first of all duty is there must be an intelligent class of men directing.

Then the other direction will follow.
If the duty of the intelligent class of men is taken by the foolish rascals, then how this work will go on? 

That is first reformation, that we should pick up the intelligent class of men of the world and they will direct. 

And next the administrator class. 

And next the productive class. 

So intelligent class means one who is Kåñëa conscious, he is intelligent, actual. 
Just like in Bhagavad-gétä it is said, bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. Is it not? 
So jïänavän means the first-class intelligent class. 
So after many, many births, when one becomes actually wise, what is the symptom? Mäà prapadyate, he immediately surrenders to Kåñëa. Vasudevaù sarvam iti sa mahätmä su-durlabhaù [Bg. 7.19]. 
That is the highest perfection of intelligence, to become Kåñëa conscious. 
Then he will give direction to the administration. 


The basic principle is 
that without being Kåñëa conscious, 
YOU CANNOT WORK PROPERLY. (Sanskrit) 
Because we neglected Kåñëa, therefore brähmaëa, kñatriyas, they have fallen down. Brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, everyone. (Sanskrit)[ ]

Prabhupäda: That is the duty of the student, to give guru- dakñiëä. Whatever he wants, you must give.

Dr. Singh: Like Ekalavya gave his thumb.

Prabhupäda: Ah, yes.

Dr. Singh: Do you know that story of Ekalavya?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Singh: Fantastic story.

Prabhupäda: That give your finger just to keep the (indistinct).

Dr. Singh: To the kñatriya. That is very unfair. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Not unfair. He thought that "He is a çüdra. He'll  miss it."

Dr. Singh: So therefore he...

Prabhupäda: (indistinct)

Dr. Singh: Therefore, he neutralized.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like çüdra. In the Western countries, they are all çüdras. They are getting money and misusing on wine and women. They cannot use money (indistinct), simply for sense gratification. That is the çüdra. And brähmaëa, kñatriya, especially kñatriya, as soon as they get money, they would make a big sacrifice to satisfy viñëu-yajïa. (Ed: money as in grains and milk products)
Dr. Singh: Açvamedhi.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore in the instruction of Viçvadeva(?), the çüdras should be given money so they can live very comfortably, not more. Then they will be spoiled. And that is being done. Çüdras get money, they do not know how to use it. Just like a child, you give hundred rupees, he will spoil it. He does know.

Room Conversation Vaiñëava Calendar Description March 11, 1972, Våndävana

He was very intelligent even though he was detached from worldly affairs, but from his activities it appears that he was very intelligent also in worldly affairs. While somehow or other, for political reasons, his father and uncle were to be arrested by the minister of the region(?), Muslim government, and his father and uncle hided themselves to avoid the arrest. Then the agent of the Nawab, he arrested Raghunätha Däsa Gosvämé. So "Tell, where is your father and uncle, otherwise you shall be tortured." So he did not answer anything, but after some time when he was in arrest, he very politely presented his case to the minister, "My dear sir, I know my uncle, father and yourself, you are very intimate friends and treat each other as brothers. So sometimes there is some quarrel between brothers, that I can understand. But so far I am concerned, I am equally affectionate to my father, uncle as well as to yourself. I am also your son." In this way, when he very politely presented, the minister became very much affected, and he began to cry, "Yes, this boy is very nice." So he immediately released him and told him that "Yes, we are brothers. Now if you settle up our disagreement that will be very nice." So he was released and he made a settlement between the minister and his father and uncle, so in that settlement he showed his worldly intelligence very nicely. He was not a, ah, less politician; his management was so nice. 
So that means a Vaiñëava is not less intelligent, he can manage any thing. 
But that does not mean that he is attached to anything. 
This example we get from Çré Raghunätha Däsa Gosvämé. Even in his household life he managed things very intelligently, but later on he left home.
Room Conversation June 14, 1972, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: Neither you can do so. You must have an apartment. Maybe less costly apartment, but because you are a human being you must have an apartment. So how you can go to the nature? Even the åñis used to live in the jungle, they had a cottage, not like animals. They had hermitage cottage to live. Just like Rüpa Goswämé's picture. You have seen?

Devotee (1): Yes.
Prabhupäda: So they left their luxuriant residence as ministers. But when they went to Våndävana, they had a cottage.

As it is said here, vaiyäsaker iti vacas tattva-niçcayam ätmanaù. When we hear from the right person...

Jïäna and tattva-darçé. Simply jïäné, simply a-b-c-d knowledge, academic education will not help. You must be jïäné, at the same time, tattva-darçé. That tattva-darçana cannot be possible by mental speculation. Ciraà vicinvan.
athäpi te deva padämbuja-dvaya- prasäda-leçänugåhéta eva hi

jänäti tattvaà bhagavan-mahimno na cänya eko 'pi ciraà vicinvan  [SB 10.14.29]

Who knows the tattva? Athäpi te deva padämbuja-dvaya-prasäda-leçänugåhéta. "One person who has got a slight benediction from Your lotus feet." Not that all. A slight. Svalpam apy asya dharmasya träyate mahato bhayät. If you get a slight, a glance, then your life is perfect, immediately. Not that you have to get all the mercies of the Lord. Even little, very insignificant part. That means, insignificant part, that is, Kåñëa is teaching Himself, "Just surrender." So this much mercy every one of us we can take. How? "Kåñëa, I was wandering throughout the whole universe in so many lives. I did not know that You are my supreme master. Now, from this day, I surrender unto You." Kåñëa is ready: ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi [Bg. 18.66]. "Yes, you do it. I shall give you protection from all sinful resultant action. Immediately." A simple process. So this much mercy we can take, if we will. But we are not willing. We surrender to some rascal, but not to Kåñëa. That is our position. We shall surrender to this man, that man, this man, this one ... Why not Kåñëa? "No," mäyä will say. "No, no, no. What is Kåñëa? You surrender to such big politician, big yogi, big bluffer, cheater. You surrender there." Mäyä is always after you to bewilder you. Because we have forgotten Kåñëa by our independence, misusing our independence, so mäyä wants to give us some good lesson, that "Forgetting Kåñëa, you are trying to be happy. All right, I shall give you nice happiness." This is going on. Therefore, mäyä is very strong. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä: daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. You cannot get out of the clutches of mäyä so easily.

Then? How it is possible? Mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te [Bg. 7.14]. The same thing. "If anyone fully surrenders unto Me, then he can get out of the clutches of mäyä." So here, Parékñit Mahäräja is fully surrendered to his spiritual master. Vaiyäsaker iti vacaù. Whatever he said... Vaiyäsaki, Çukadeva Gosvämé, he placed the whole thing before him, how to concentrate one's mind on Kåñëa. So upadhärya matià kåñëe. Then immediately this is the result. If you approach a bona fide representative, then, taking lessons from him, the result will be upadhärya matià kåñëe, your surrender will be on Kåñëa. Read the purport.”  
Room Conversation                 June 29, 1972, San Diego

Prabhupäda: [ ]To do good to others, para-upakära. So those Indians who are here, it is all right you are earning for some economic development, but at the same time, you try to make your life perfect by Kåñëa consciousness and spread it to the foreigners as far as possible. That's your duty, not that, that you are getting decent salary than India, and enjoy life and forget your culture. That is suicidal. You have got a culture... So this culture is Vedic culture and Vedic culture means Kåñëa conscious. As it is said in the Bhagavad-gétä, vedaiç ca sarvair aham eva vedyaù [Bg. 15.15]. Vedic culture means to understand Kåñëa. One who has not understood Kåñëa, he has no Vedic culture. But every Indian is supposed to have Vedic culture. And to have Vedic culture means to understand Kåñëa. [ ]

The brähmaëas, kñatriyas, they are part and parcel of the same unit. Just like hand. Hand is the part of your body. When there is attack, you first of all spread your hand. So this is kñatriya's business. When somebody is coming to attack you, you don't put your legs, you put your hands.

And the hand is raised by the order of the brain. And the hand and the brain is maintained by the belly. Why don't you study your own body? As in your own body there is brahminical department, there is kñatriya department, vaiçya department and çüdra department... (laughter)

But  nobody is less important. [ ]

Guest (2): How do you define a brähmaëa?
Prabhupäda: The brain.

Guest (2): That is for a man, but...

Prabhupäda: That is for everything.

The brain of the society should be brähmaëa.
Guest (2): By brain what do you mean?

Prabhupäda: What do you mean, that you learn. You come to our school. Then you learn. You cannot learn everything in one minute.

Guest (2): (laughs) No.

Prabhupäda: Then you just hear. Don't make yourself laughing stock.

Guest (2): No, what I mean is brähmaëa means by birth or by action or...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Not by birth. By action.

Guest (2): By action only.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest (2): You don't recognize brähmaëas by birth, then.

Prabhupäda: No no. Then how they are becoming brähmaëas? They are not by birth brähmaëa? Why don't you see yourself? They are brähmaëa.
Guest (2): So if there is a brähmaëa by birth, if he doesn't...

Prabhupäda: No, there is no brähmaëa by birth. That is not sanctioned by the çästra.
Guest (2): Oh, I see. So there is no real brähmaëa by birth.

Prabhupäda: No. There is no... That is not sanctioned by the çästra. That is artificial.

Guest (2): I see. So according to you...

Prabhupäda: Brähmaëas means by quality. He must have the brahminical quality, then he's brähmaëa.
Guest (2): So under these principles then, there are no brähmaëas in India, really, then.

Prabhupäda: Yes. At the... Not only...
Guest (2): Not all the brähmaëas who are supposed to be brähmaëas.
Prabhupäda: Yes. We... Our... This philosophy, Kåñëa consciousness, according to the Bhagavad-gétä and Bhägavata, we don't accept brähmaëa by birth. We accept brähmaëa by quality. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Quality and work.

Guest (2): What are your qualifications for a çüdra?
Prabhupäda: Çüdra is serving others. Get some salary and be satisfied. That's all.

He has no more culture. That is çüdra. He cannot live independently. 

Anyone who serves others for his livelihood, he's a çüdra.
A brähmaëa never serves anyone, (Ed: lives on the charity of foodstuffs produced by honest vaisyas or from honest taxing ksatriyas who protected them , or else will learn how to PRODUCE IT HIMSELF, and then train others)

a kñatriya never serves anyone, (Ed: lives on the taxed foodstuffs of honest vaisyas, or else will PRODUCE IT HIMSELF)

a  vaiçya  never serves anyone. (Ed: produces his own foodgrains by agriculture with protected bulls, milk by protecting cows, subsists on it and only trades the surplus with other vaisyas or with sudras for secondary necessities)
A çüdra... Paricaryätmakaà karma çüdrasyäpi svabhäva-jam. They want some service: 

"Give me some money, sir. I am helpless." (Ed: fed, clothed and sheltered by others)

"All right, you work like this." That is çüdra. 

(Ed: actually at present less than candalas who had nothing to do with cow slaughter; a sudra in vedic culture works or barters secondary necessities for foodstuffs on the basis of cow and bull protection[ ]

Ätreya Åñi: Yes. That's the difference between Your Divine Grace and all these other bhogis. They make it according to the taste of the people. They change. That's why this movement is so solid: no compromise.

Prabhupäda: No. Why compromise? My Guru Mahäräja never made any compromise.

Ätreya Åñi: Compromise means you have some material attachment.

Prabhupäda: Yes,  compromise means  you don't want real business 

but you want some money by cheating  and by bluffing. That's all. 

That is compromise.
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Prabhupäda:...manufacture the subtle(?) parts of motorcar, easily you can go. So this rascal thinking this is advancement, says, 

"I am killing the soul. 

The soul is going to become  a dog next life after riding motorcar." 

That is written, and they have no knowledge. 

But because you have advanced from bullock cart to motorcar, this is.... 

So rascal they are. 

They have no knowledge what is advancement. 

What is the time?

Jayatértha: It's quarter to seven, thirteen minutes to seven. The advancement of material science really means to complicate the problems of life.

Prabhupäda: That's all, increasing the problem. They have to dig out petroleum oil from the midst of the ocean. Is it easy job?

Jayatértha: No.

Prabhupäda: But they will do it because they have got motorcars, they must find out petrol.

Room Conversation                 June 30, 1972, San Diego

Prabhupäda: ...big squash thrown away decomposes. So the outer skin has become dry. Nobody cares for it. It is lying down, the outer cover of the squash, and one dried bamboo. You have seen, you know bamboo? Pile cut, it is also lying somewhere. And a piece of wire.

Devotee (2): Wire.

Prabhupäda: Wire, that is also lying somewhere. Nobody cares. But one gentleman, he collected all these three things and prepared a string instrument. He joined the bamboo with the dry cover of squash and fitted the string and it began to ting, ting, ting. It is called ektara. There is instrument in India it is called ektara. The example is that so many things individually lying useless. But if somebody knows how to combine them, it becomes an instrument, very sweet. Very sweet to hear. Similarly, in this world, so many things are lying dead and frustrated. But if they are combined together by an expert, it becomes useful. So although this world is dead body, when there is Kåñëa consciousness, it becomes enlivened. That is our movement. We are trying to inject Kåñëa consciousness in everything dead within this world. (Prabhupäda drinks) Now just see all these ingredients, strawberry and..., what is that?

Ätreya Åñi: Orange juice.

Prabhupäda: Orange and honey...

Devotee (2): Peach.

Prabhupäda: ...and peach, they are natural products from the jungle. Nobody goes to manufacture, automatically comes out. But when they are combined together, it is nectarean. None of them is manufactured by man, either this honey or the strawberry or the pineapple. Given by God. So in every step, you can perceive the hands of God. Every step. That is Kåñëa consciousness. This nice taste you cannot create by any chemical combination. It is not possible. Because God's hand is there, it has become so tasteful drink. Man cannot make. This flower, man cannot make. This fruit... Nothing man can make. This nice flower stick, how nicely it is made. So everything you can perceive the hands of God. This is Kåñëa consciousness. When you perceive the hands of God, presence of God, presence of the energy of God, then you become happy. 
That is the way of happiness. 
In every step of life, you feel the hands of God. 
We are teaching..., 
this Kåñëa consciousness movement means 
how to  perceive, realize presence of God in everything. 
So there will be no disappointment. 
(to guests:) Take more? Go on eating. Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]. Everything there is. Actually that is a fact. People are so foolish. They are not trained up to understand the presence of God in everything. So we are training that status of life to perceive presence of God in everything. In everything. (pause) This is called peach?[ ]
Devotee (3): And these are avocado.

Prabhupäda: Fat. Vegetable fat? It is fatty. These fruits are meant for offering to Kåñëa. Kåñëa says, patraà puñpaà phalam. 
Flowers, leaves, fruits He wants. 
So these are Kåñëa's food. 
Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam [Bg. 9.26]. (devotee enters) What is your problem of life?

Devotee (3): We're miserable.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee (3): We're miserable.

Prabhupäda: Why miserable?

Devotee (3): We never get satisfaction.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is good sign, because then you will be searching after the source of satisfaction. The source of satisfaction is Kåñëa. Çänti. Suhådaà sarva-bhütänäà jïätvä mäà çäntim åcchati [Bg. 5.29]. When you know Kåñëa as the friend of everyone, at that time you get satisfaction. How nice. Everything is so nice.

Interview                     July 5, 1972, New York

Prabhupäda: Our, this movement is that we are trying to love Kåñëa. 

If I love Kåñëa, or God, 

then naturally I will be obedient to the laws of God. 

It is not? Just like these, my students, when, say four or five years ago, I came here, I had no student. I was loitering in the street. Nobody was caring for me. Now I have got hundreds and thousands of student. They can do whatever I order. So I did not pay them anything, neither I brought any money from India, but they are 

executing my order simply out of love. Is it not a fact? Because they have developed a love for me... The reason may be whatever it may be, but unless they have developed love for me, how they can execute my order without any personal profit? Therefore this is first thing required, that 

religion means to abide by the orders of God. Simple thing. 

And this obedience to the laws of God will be automatically performed 

if everyone loves his dormant love for God.

Intro. Speech By Dr. Kapoor and Conversation     October 15, 1972, Våndävana

[break] I would like to see you that you are living in palaces.

Yaçodänandana: We want to put Kåñëa in palace.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is giving you the opportunity, you Americans. Now you are taking Kåñëa consciousness, you will be the most opulent nation of the world. Lakñmé-Näräyaëa both. You have got Lakñmé, but if you take Näräyaëa, Lakñmé will be permanent. Lakñmé will not go. And if you reject Näräyaëa, then Lakñmé will stay for some time. That is Caïcalä. Her name is Caïcalä. 

The British empire has failed, the Roman Empire has failed, the so many empires, the Mogul empire has failed, 

because they wanted Lakñmé, not Näräyaëa. 

(Ed: milk WITHOUT cow protection, supported by the four varnas)

If you take Näräyaëa, (Ed: Krsna’s instructions in the Bhagavad Gita)

your Lakñmé will stay. Just try to convince your countrymen, just like President Nixon. 

It is Kåñëa's desire that I was dictated to go to America, 

because Kåñëa wants that you should take this Kåñëa consciousness. 

Kåñëa   wants.  So you have taken. Now spread. It will be grand success. And there are so many candidates, very nice. All right, go on, take... (end)

Rotary Club Lecture             Hyderabad, November 29, 1972

So the head is considered to be the brahminical portion of the society, and the arm is considered as the kñatriya portion of the society, and the belly is the vaiçya part of the social body, and the legs are çüdras. So in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. So as you require to keep your body completely fit—you require your head, you require your arms, you require your belly, you...

Nobody is lower or higher.
Of course, comparatively, when we see that the head is more important than the leg, but you cannot do deal, also without leg. Neither you can do without head.

Everything is required in the social body.
Therefore Kåñëa says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. So this scientific social system, a class, intelligent class of men, should be the head of the society. And the fighting class or the martial class of men, they should be the administrators. And the productive class, merchants and industrialists,

they should be the belly of the Society.
(Ed: everybody eats milk products from protected cows and foodstuffs produced with the help of protected bulls)
And the laborer class, they should be the legs of the society. This is the idea we get from Çrémad-Bhägavatam.

So if we try to follow the already perfect statements in the çästras, and

if we apply in the, our practical life,
then the whole human society will be perfect.
Otherwise, if we do not follow the instruction which is perfect,
already there in the çästras—we manufacture or concoction—
the social order will never be perfect and there will be always a confusion.
Bhagavad-gétä 13.3                       Bombay, December 30, 1972

Similarly, according to the capacity, one is ordinary servant, one is manager, one is clerk, one is this and that. That, That's all right. Similarly, according to our particular quality, one may be a brähmaëa, one may be a kñatriya, nor be a çüdra, or vaiçya. It doesn't matter. But the whole Society, if they are engaged in satisfying Kåñëa, that is perfection. 

The Kåñëa consciousness movement IS:

not that we are asking everyone to become a sannyäsé like me, and give up everything.

No. That is not our program.

You act as a brähmaëa, as a kñatriya or a vaiçya or a çüdra.

It doesn't matter. But you try to satisfy Kåñëa.

That is the program.
That is enjoined in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam: ataù pumbhiù... In the Naimiñäraëya meeting, great meeting of great saintly persons and brähmaëas, And Süta Gosvämé was president. He was speaking. And he says: ataù pumbhir dvija-çreñöhäù. You all people, assembled here, you are the best of the brähmaëas. Dvija-çreñöhäù. My dear dvija-çreñöhäù." The ordinary, not ordinary men. Ataù pumbhir dvija-çreñöhä varëäçrama-vibhägaçaù. 
He's referring to that, varëäçrama. 
You cannot.

If you want to, if you want to maintain, keep the perfect human civilization, then

you must maintain this varëäçrama.

Otherwise, there will be chaos.
You have to adjust.

Nobody's lower. Nobody's higher.

Just like in my body. My, I have got head. I have got my leg. Leg may be less important than the head, but everything is important in the service of the body, whole body. Simply head, there is no leg: you cannot work. Suppose that you have got good brain, but you have leg, there is no leg. Andha-paìgu-nyäya.

Then you have to take help from others.
So yajïärthe  karma. 

The brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, 

everyone should be engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. 

Then the society will be perfect.
Otherwise, there will be chaos.

Otherwise there be chaos and

that is the position at the present moment.

People are not happy. Although there is enough money in Western countries. Enough enjoyable things. And we see in other countries like Australia and Africa, there is enough potency of producing food and grains and milk. So this rascal proposition that population has increased, there is scarcity of... These are all rascal proposition. God has enough potency to give you ten times food you want. But because we have created chaos in the world, without following the Kåñëa consciousness, there is trouble.

So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is
all-around solution, over-all solution of all problems.
Therefore our request is... Those who are actually leaders,
thoughtful, 

they should take this Kåñëa consciousness movement very seriously,

study its philosophy and try to spread it as far as possible, 

according to his own capacity. Thank you very much. Hare Kåñëa.

Morning Walk                              March 1, 1973, Jakarta

Prabhupäda: It is just like Indian market.

Devotee (1): Oh.

Prabhupäda: In India also... Similarly, I've seen Philippines also like this. Japanese almost like this.

Devotee (1): Yes. I was there also.

Prabhupäda: Tokyo.

Devotee (1): In Malaysia also (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: These are all oriental countries. Five thousand years ago this whole planet was India, Bhärata-varña. That we get from history, Mahäbhärata. This planet name is Bhärata-varña.

Devotee (2): After King Parékñit, then it divided up, that soon after?

Prabhupäda: Divided? They are also already divided. But the culture diminished. Because the center of culture was India, Delhi. So as the power diminished, the maintenance of the culture diminished, and by contact with other types of aboriginal, they learned eating meat and gradually degraded. And they discovered different kinds of religion because... Just like at the present moment Christians are protesting why there should not be abortion. So they wanted to degraded. So the Indian culture did not allow, so the separate type of religion came out. This is the (indistinct). They wanted, "Why there should not be meat-eating?" But Indian culture would not allow, so they become Mohammedans, they become Christians, like this. Even in India all the..., what are these Mohammedans? The Mohammedans, they are lower class men, less than çüdra. But Hindus, higher class, they would not touch it. But when the Mohammedans, that we will be on equal right, they, there is a (indistinct).

Devotee (1): So there's no spiritual motive.

Prabhupäda: Later on it became political, because as soon as the spiritual power, culture become diminished, the whole thing became material. So people wanted material advantage, so separated from Vedic culture. Just like Buddhists. Buddhism was a Hindu culture. But Lord Buddha wanted to stop animal sacrifice. In the Vedas, animal sacrifice is recommended under certain conditions. He even denied that, "No that also cannot be done." So therefore they are separate from Vedic culture. After all these, all these religious systems-Mohammedanism, Jewism, then Christianism, Buddhism—they are at a stage not more than 2,000 years. And before 2,000 years, what was the culture?

Morning Walk                   April 30, 1973, Los Angeles                                                      

Prabhupäda: ...things of value, they're disappearing. Just like formerly people used to have some dishes of valuable metals. Now it is plastic. This is the advancement.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Yes.

Prabhupäda: It's...

Svarüpa Dämodara: That's what they call.

Prabhupäda: Rascals, they are thinking it is advancement. And if he goes to sell the plastic plates, nobody will pay even cent. But one of those metal plate, if he's in difficulty, he can get some money. This is scientific advancement. Instead of gold coins, now there is papers: "I trust in God. We trust in God." Cheating, "We trust in God." Take hundred dollars. And what is this hundred dollars? It is paper. "We trust in God." By the name of God, I give you. And it is scientific. That's all.

Svarüpa Dämodara: They call it convenience.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Svarüpa Dämodara: They call it convenience.
Prabhupäda: Yes, convenience means going to hell. That's all. 
(Ed: facility to buy milk and grains via the slaughterhouse shop)

It is very convenient to go to hell. 

Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa. Everything synthetic. Cotton is disappearing.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Everything's artificial.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Svarüpa Dämodara: Artificial.

Prabhupäda: Artificial. And the scientists, they are giving this clue: "Oh, now we have produced something very valuable. Take it."

Svarüpa Dämodara: Yes, when Dupont made the first nylon, it was a great..., praised all over the, all over the world...

Prabhupäda: What for? What for?

Svarüpa Dämodara: Because they produced the synthetic fibers, nylons.

Prabhupäda: Useless. And big, big cars. 

They are charging thousands and thousands of dollars. But what it is? Tin car. As soon as the machine gone, nobody will pay for the tin even. Especially in this country, they are thrown away to the garbage. No value. (pause) In India, we have seen still, they are going on. People stock metal utensils. You know. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Sterile. When all the scientists are not famous, notorious. Then this will be called notorious. Somebody has manufactured atomic weapon. Somebody has contraceptive. Somebody has synthetics.

Brahmänanda: All rogues.

Prabhupäda: Scientists means they must do something mischievous. That's all.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Ultimately, they're saying that: "In the future, we'll make tablets, scientists will make tablets, just, taking one or two tablets and they will be satisfied, their hunger." So food will be very simplified.

Prabhupäda: But the food value will be taken by him. "Instead of paying to the stores, you pay us. We give you tablet."

Svarüpa Dämodara: They're dreaming so many things.

Prabhupäda: Idle brain is a devils' workshop. Because they have no Kåñëa consciousness, their brain is a workshop of the devil. That's all. Harer näma harer näma... (pause) And without culture men are becoming rogues and thieves, uncultured. Communist movement. Atheistic... Everywhere, nobody's happy. The government's duty, first duty should be that everyone is happy. That is described in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, during the time of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira. Even there was no natural disturbances. No excessive heat, no excessive cold. No anxiety. People are dying now out of anxieties. They're becoming mad, committing suicide, drinking liquors more and more. Just for anxiety. When they cannot solve any big problem, "Bring bottle." Is it not?

Morning Walk                             May 13, 1973, Los Angeles
Paramahaàsa: After the 20th...During the Industrial Revolution in the western world....

Prabhupäda: The Industrial Revolution means revolution of the çüdras. That is Industrial Revolution. Increasing the number of çüdras. 

These scientists, they are also çüdras. 

Because they have no real knowledge. 

Brähmaëa means one who has got real knowledge. Brahma-jänätéti brähmaëaù. 

And this industrial development means technologists; they are çüdras.
Kåñëa-känté: But they have taken the position of brähmaëas in the society.

Prabhupäda: No, no. They are never as... They are always working. How they can take the position of the brähmaëa?

 Brähmaëa's position is to teach brähmaëa knowledge, brahma-jïäna. 

That is brähmaëa.
Paramahaàsa: Prior to the growth of technology...

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, there was technology. But not in such large scale. 

Village technology. 

There was a blacksmith. You want a knife. You take one piece of steel, and he will do it, phut phut phut phut, and he'll put in the fire, and everything do. And now you are manufacturing these cutleries, cutleries, in larger scale. So they are çüdras. Similarly any factory, it is a combination of çüdras. Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù: "In this age, all are çüdras."

Only we are TRYING to become brähmaëa.
Otherwise all çüdras.

So therefore there is no adjustment.
Just like if you have got only legs, no arms, no mouth, so what is this body?

Paramahaàsa: Corpse.

Prabhupäda: Corpse, yes.
You require everything, full body.
You require head, you require arms, you require belly, you require legs.

But if you have got simply the belly and legs,

then it is a DEAD BODY.
It cannot work  properly.
The brain is lost;
therefore they are mad after so much “advancement” of civilization.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.10.4       Mäyäpura, June 19, 1973

[ ] So actually when one becomes a devotee, he is qualitatively one with Kåñëa. Because one cannot become devotee without acquiring the Kåñëa qualities. You cannot go into the fire without being fire. Without being Brahman, you cannot approach Brahman. Just like if you want to be secretary of a very big man, so you must have necessary qualification. Not that any, any man can become secretary of a big man. So when one becomes devotee, it is the statement of çästra: yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcanä... Akiïcanä-bhakti [SB 5.18.12]. Akiïcanä-bhakti means without any motive. That is akiïcanä-bhakti. "I'll become devotee because I'll get this opportunity to exploit Kåñëa." That is not devotion. When one shall be ready to be exploited by Kåñëa, then he's a devotee. Not that with a motive, that "I shall become a devotee and exploit Kåñëa and Kåñëa consciousness movement and aggravate my position as sense gratifier." No, that is not devotion. [ ]
kämaà parjanyaù, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù [SB 1.10.4]. [Ed: THE verse] 

Whatever you get, all the necessities of your life will be available if there is sufficient rain. Because after all, the earth produces... This is the system. There is rainfall, proper rainfall, and the earth produces. Not only food grains. Also jewels also, produced. Those who are astronomers, they know. Under certain constellation of the star, if the rain falls on the head of a snake, there is jewel. If the rain falls on the head of an elephant, there is jewel. Then in the sea also, the pearls, they are produced. It is all due to rains. So kämaà vavarña. Kämaà vavarña. We require so many things. Kåñëa is prepared also to supply. Nature is there. But even Kåñëa wants to supply, if you do not become devotee, nature will restrict, "No." That is the proof. When there was less supply... The Mahäräja Påthu wanted to kill Påthivé. She explained that "Why you are after me? It is my duty. Now there are only demons. I don't want to give food to the demons. I want to give foodstuff to the devotees." She said. So nature's restriction of supply will be there when people become demons, nondevotees. When people become demons, then nature will stop supply. There will be famine, pestilence. This is the way.
So during the time of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, they were not demons. Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira..., Mahäräja Parékñit... Mahäräja Parékñit, when he wanted to kill Kali, he gave him two chances, that "Either you get out of my kingdom, or I shall kill you." So Kali said, "My lord, I am also your subject. My activities are very heinous. That is my nature. I am meant for that purpose. But I am also your subject. So why you want to drive me away? You give me some place where I shall go if you don't like me." Then he gave him place: yatra päpaç catur-vidhä, striyaù sünäù päna dyüta yatra päpaç... "Where there are four principles of sinful activities, namely, illicit sex, intoxication, meat-eating and gambling, you can go there." So Kali could not find a single place where these things are going on. That is the during the reign of Mahäräja Parékñit. So he became very much distressed. Therefore, under his plan, he also wanted to drive away Mahäräja Parékñit so that he can advance his activities, Kali's activities.

So one brähmaëa boy cursed him, influenced. The boy was influenced by Kali. His father repented, "Oh, you rascal boy, what you have done?" One side, that a boy, born of a brähmaëa, only twelve years old, he could curse even a big king like Mahäräja Parékñit, and that is invocable. It cannot be nullified. Of course, Mahäräja Parékñit could nullify, but he accepted. So even a brähmaëa boy could curse. But this was wrong. His father repented later on, "What you have done, childish? Such a king." So as soon as Mahäräja Parékñit was moved from the scene, the Kali-yuga began in full force. Therefore sometimes it is said that the brähmaëas are responsible for introducing Kali-yuga. So that is not actually fact. In due course of time, everything will happen.

So Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira was so pious that during his reign time, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù [SB 1.10.4]. There was regular rainfall and everything was produced nicely. Sarva-käma-dughä mahé. Sarva-käma. The, another side is that
you don't require industries, trade. You don't require. 
If you have got land and cows, then everything is complete. 
This is the basic principle of Vedic civilization. 
Have some land. Have some cows. 
Dhänyena dhanavän gavayaù dhanavän. Not industry. 
There is no need of industry. 
Because you want some food, nice food, nice milk, nice fruit, that will be produced by nature. You cannot manufacture all these things in the factory. So therefore the..., at the present moment, the big, big factories, they are the activities of the asuras, ugra-karma. All the people are dragged in the city, industrial area, to engage them in the produce of iron bars, big, big iron bars, Tata iron industry, and so many other industry. Capitalists, they have drawn all the innocent people from the village. And they think that "We are getting fat salary." But what is the use of fat salary? One side you get fat salary; another side you have to purchase three rupees a kilo rice. Finish your salary. This is going on. 
Let them produce their own food. 
Let him have some land.    
Let him produce his own food. 
Let there be cows. 
Let cows become happy.

Now here is very important word, that payasodhasvatér mudä, udhasvatér mudä. They were very jolly because they can understand whether they are going to be killed or not. Because they have got, they're animal, they have got sense. I have seen in your country, almost all cows are crying, crying. Because in the beginning, all the calves are taken away and slaughtered in their presence. Perhaps you know. So what is the position of the cow? I have seen when we purchase cows, the calves are already taken away. The cow was crying, regular tears were gliding down. So they can understand that... Who cannot understand? Suppose if you are taken in the concentrated camp? Just like the Germans did. What is the meaning of concentrated...? That he'll be killed after some days. So how you can be happy? If you are already informed, condemned to death, and kept in a concentration camp, will you be happy? Similarly, when these people take these cows to the slaughterhouse, animal stock room, go down, they understand. Very recently, about few years ago, some..., that animal stock store was some way or other broken and all the cows began to... Perhaps you know. It was published in the... And they were shot down. Shot to death. They were fleeing like anything, that "We shall save ourselves."

So if the cows are not happy, if they are always afraid, that "This rascal will kill us at any moment," then how they can be happy? There was no such thing. Therefore it is said: mudä. Mudä. Happy. And as soon as the cows are happy, you not only get sufficient milk, but the pasturing ground, I mean to say, ground, becomes moist with milk. So much milk supplied. Here it is stated, payasä udhasvatér mudä. Yes. There is another description. Formerly, Kåñëa's cows, when they were passing on, the whole road will be moistened with milk. Milk supply was so sufficient. Simply manufacture butter, milk products, dahi... Distribute. Kåñëa was distributing amongst the monkeys even: "Take," the monkey, "come on."

So by Kåñëa's grace if we actually become dharmic, follow Kåñëa, the milk supply will be so profuse that everyone, even the animals can take the butter and yogurt. 
That is wanted. That is civilization. 
Produce sufficient quantity of grains, let the milk, cows, supply sufficient quantity of milk. 
All economic question solved. There is no use of industry. 
No use of man's going fifty miles to work. No, there is no need. 
Simply land and cows. 
Here is the statement. Kämaà parjanyaù, vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä. Everything you'll get from the land. Even luxury articles. What can be more luxurious article than the jewels? The jewels are also produced. The medicine is produced, the minerals are produced, gold is produced, diamond is produced from the earth. Sarva-käma-dughä. You get everything. Make your civilization very perfect, very luxurious simply by satisfying Kåñëa. This is Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Similarly, we human beings, this is scientific. Our teeth are meant for eating fruits. That is one Dr. Cooney, in your Germany. He said that...

And actually, if you eat fruits and milk, 

you will have never any kind of sickness. 

That's a fact.
Bhagavad-gétä 1.2-3 London, July 9, 1973

So the Kåñëa consciousness movement is not for the persons who are envious. Envious. It is a movement to train people how to become not envious. It is very first-class scientific movement, yes. Not to become envious. Therefore Çrémad-Bhägavatam in the beginning introduces, dharmaù projjhita-kaitavo atra [SB 1.1.2]. In this Çrémad-Bhägavatam, dharma, religious principles, cheating type of religious principle is completely eradicated, thrown away, projjhita. They are kicked out, projjhita. Just like you collect all the dirty things from the room, sweeping and then kick out, don't keep it within the room. Similarly, cheating type of religious system—kicked out. It is not such religion, "this religion," "that religion." Any religion system, if there is jealousy, that is not religion. Jealousy means... 
We should understand jealousy, what is jealousy. 
Jealousy means that you are rightful owner of something; 
I won't allow you to take it. 
This is jealousy. This is jealousy. 
Jealousy, try to understand. 
Suppose you are rightful owner of something, and I am trying that 
"You don't own it. 
I shall own it. 
Or somebody own it. 
I shall not allow it." 
This is jealousy. So what is the rightful ownership of the living entity? That is to be understood. Birthright, what is called birthright. 
Just like everyone has got right to live under the protection of the government, 
everyone. 
That is good government. 
Government should give security of life and property. 
That is government. 
Not only for the human being, but even for the ant. 
This is government. 
Not that I give protection to my brother, and not to others. That is not... Just like Parékñit Mahäräja, he was giving protection to the animals also. When he was on his tour, as soon as he saw that a black man was trying to kill one cow, oh, immediately he took his sword, "Who are you? You are trying to kill?"

So this is good government. 
Unless the government is equal to everyone... 
Just like God is equal to everyone. The king or the government must be representative of God. Therefore, according to Vedic civilization, king is offered as good respect as to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. King is called nara-deva, nara-deva. That means "God in human form." King is given... Why? Because he acts as the representative of God. 
He cannot be jealous to any living entity, at least, born in his kingdom. 
That is called praja. Praja means one who has taken birth, or, in other words, national, national. So that was the duty. 
So formerly, when there was fight between two kings, 
it is on the principle 
that who is giving good protection to the citizens, 
not for personal profit. 
Who is able to give good protection, life, 
security for life and property, 
he should become king. 
So these persons, this Dhåtaräñöra and his sons, they were jealous. How they could give protection to the citizens? 
They are themselves jealous. 
Just like nowadays, all these politicians, they are jealous. They cannot give any protection to the citizens. They are simply interested with their party politics. They have no time even to think how to give nice protection to the citizens so that they may feel happy always that 
"We have got good government. There is no cause of anxiety. 
We have got sufficient food, sufficient protection, sufficient opulence, 
everything sufficient." 
That is good government.
Kñatriya's duty is to save the citizen from being injured by others. That is kñatriya. Even an animal. Animal..., just like this Kali was trying to kill cow. Mahäräja Parékñit was on his tour. He saw that a black man was trying to kill a cow. So immediately he took his sword, "Who are you, rascal? You are trying to kill a cow in my kingdom?" That is kñatriya's duty. Kñatriya's duty is to give protection from injury for the safety of the citizen. The citizen must feel safety, that "We have got such a nice king. There is no fear of anything." It is said in the Bhägavatam there was no anxiety. The citizens should feel so much safe, that "We have such a nice king that we have no danger at all. 
Not being injured, not our property being stolen or injustice given." 
That is the real government—when the citizens will feel completely safe. That requires kñatriya. Not these cämära, bhangis, and çüdras voted and become the president and minister. That will not be successful. That is not possible. 
There must be trained-up kñatriyas, then there will be good government. 
Trained. 
They should be trained means they should be advised by the brähmaëas. 
Therefore four divisions required. The brähmaëas have no interest or they have no time. Even a brähmaëa is made king... It is not his business. 
He may do it for some time, temporarily. 
Just like Viçvämitra also did. But it is not his business. The brähmaëa should give advice to the ministers or the legislators. They should be all qualified brähmaëas, not paid man.

So formerly the kings were trained up in such a way that one man is sufficient to govern the whole universe, whole..., at least one planet. That was the system. The king was so pious. There are many statement, I mean to say, statements about these king. 
Why they were pious? Because they were also governed.
The kings were governed by first-class brähmaëas, sages. 
The brähmaëas should not take part in the management of the government, but they would advise the kñatriya kings that "You rule over the citizens like this." If the king would not do that, the brähmaëas had so much power—there are many instances—they will dethrone the king or kill him. But they will not occupy the power themselves. His son will be given the chance. This was the system.

Room Conversation  With David Wynne July 9, 1973, London

David Wynne: I have just come from Morocco. I've been with the King of Morocco, who is... It's very strange because he is an absolute ruler, and when an ordinary man is an absolute ruler, it's rather dangerous.

Prabhupäda: No. If the man is really Kåñëa's representative, then it is all right.

David Wynne: Yeah.

Çyämasundara: Is he a pious man?

David Wynne: Yes, he prays five times a day. He's a Moslem.

Prabhupäda: That king should be a representative of God. That is ideal king. But if he thinks that 

"This kingdom is my property, and let me enjoy for my sense enjoyment," then it is all gone. If he thinks himself as representative of God... Just like we think. Therefore we are after our disciples: "Do this, do that, do that, do that." We want to see that my disciples also become Kåñëa conscious. 

Similarly, it is the king's duty to see that every citizen becomes God conscious. 

Then he is representative of God. 

That is the  first duty. 

The division must be there, and the, it is the duty of the king to see that everyone is discharging according to his responsibility. That is king's duty. 

A brähmaëa is acting exactly like brähmaëa. 

The kñatriya is acting exactly like kñatriya. 

A vaiçya is... Like that. 

It is the duty of a king to see that nobody's unemployed, everyone is engaged in his own occupational duty. That is the... 

And they must feel security of life, property, anxiety. 

That is perfect king. 

Here, at the present moment, nobody is confident whether he'll live after an hour or... You see. Anyone can take your property and life, at any moment. There is no protection. There is no protection. And so far anxiety, there is no length and breadth. People are always full of anxieties. Unemployment. These things should not be there. No unemployment, no anxiety, no feelings of insecurity. 
And that is good government. [ ]

David Wynne: Has it ever been on earth in the material world perfect with...?

Prabhupäda: Oh yes. Five thousand years ago, it was all perfect. The whole world, this planet, was being ruled by one king. And they were all happy. That is in the history. Five thousand years ago. Maybe less, in three thousand years ago the history was different. The difficulty is that as soon as one is lost of his culture, he becomes an animal. Dharmeëa hénäù paçubhiù samänäù. That is the difference between human being and animal. Human being must be with culture. Animal cannot be cultured. So a human being without culture, he's no better than animal. That culture is lost. They have missed the aim of life.

Revaténandana: They think they have culture.

Prabhupäda: What is this culture? A human being is killing so many animals, innocent animals, is that culture? They are less than animals. Who kills? The tiger kills, ferocious. A human being killing innocent animals... In Christian religion, therefore: "Thou shall not kill." But they are killing only. Where is the culture? Killing culture. That is not culture. What do you think?

David Wynne: It must be so. Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. How a human being can kill another human being or another animal unnecessarily? And if you kill, there is law, life for life. But they have made laws for human beings. When an animal is killed, he's not criminal. But in the God laws you cannot avoid that. 

If you have killed an ant, you must be shot. That is God's law. 

You can avoid man-made law, but you cannot avoid God-made law. That you cannot do. You must be responsible. If you kill an ant even without knowledge, you are responsible. 

Such subtle laws are there. 

So we must know our responsibility. 
Without knowledge, if we kill, we are responsible. 
And with knowledge, there is no question. 

Where is that culture? 

They advertise, "Live and let live." What is that? Do they do that? Actually? 

They want to live at the expense of others. 

Why not let live others? 

Where is that culture?

Çyämasundara: Now there is a famous cinema being shown called "Live and Let Die."

Prabhupäda: That is good culture. Yes.

Çyämasundara: Favorite. Everyone likes it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Let others die; you live.

David Wynne: And yet, Arjuna had to fight in the war, didn't he?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

David Wynne: In the Bhagavad-gétä, he still had to... But it didn't matter him killing if it was Kåñëa's responsibility?

Prabhupäda: No. Fighting or killing, when it is done for, under the guidance of Kåñëa, that is a different thing.

David Wynne: Yeah, I see.

Prabhupäda: Just like a soldier fights on behalf of the king, and the more he kills, he gets medal. The same soldier, as soon as kills one man, he's hanged. He cannot say, the soldier, that "In the battlefield I killed hundreds and hundreds men and I was rewarded. Now I have killed only one man, I am being hanged? What is this?" Why? He's hanged. 

Because he killed on his own account.
David Wynne: There's the thing.

Prabhupäda: And in the battlefield he killed on the state's account. He was rewarded. So there is difference between killing.

David Wynne: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: When there is real, righteous fight, for good cause, that fighting is all right. Just like the state gives punishment one person, "This man should be hanged. Kill him." So who is blaming the state, "Oh, the state is killing this man?" That is right. It is good for him. 

In Manu-saàhitä there is good background. 

So similarly, everything is good when it is done for the good. And God is good. That is Kåñëa conscious move... And everything is bad when it is done for mäyä. That's all. So these wars are declared not for Kåñëa's sake; by the politicians' whims. 

So they must be responsible for this war.
Room Conversation                  July 12, 1973, London

Prabhupäda:

You just  work little, produce your food, eat, and save time,

and try to understand Kåñëa.

This  is the nature's arrangement.
Anywhere, any part of the world, you can produce your food.
Simply you require a little land and some cows. Everything is complete.

You take milk from the cows (Ed: cow protection)

and just till the field and get some food grains. (Ed: bull protection)

That is sufficient.

Whole economic question solved.

And save time for developing Kåñëa consciousness.

THIS is  the arrangement.

David Lawrence: It was interesting to see a recent television program in this country...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

David Lawrence: ...on farming, and it was talking about the so-called modern methods of farming which have destroyed the earth in this country, really, in great areas. And it showed an Englishman and his son who believe in the old methods with cows on the land. And he is not only doing better economically, but he was so happy, the two men were so happy.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

David Lawrence: They were just working with nature, not against nature.

Prabhupäda: Just like so much field is there. You, if you take the all village people, you can produce enough food for them in this village. So much land is lying there. Simply you keep cows and till ground, get your food grains. Enough. And if you take the whole planet as it is, you can feed ten times population. There is so much prospect. Australia, Africa. So much vacant land. You can produce enough quantity of milk and food grains.

David Lawrence: Yes, I think this was the clinching argument in this program...

Prabhupäda: But they are doing... What they are doing? They're taking the milk and slaughtering the animals and sending to foreign countries for trade. New Zealand, Australia, they are doing like that. Just see.

David Lawrence: Or they're throwing down the surplus milk down coal mines.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

David Lawrence: They throw surplus milk down coal mines.

Prabhupäda: That's it.

David Lawrence: When there are people without any...

Prabhupäda: How they are wasting! You see? And they're putting the overstocked grain into the sea. America.

David Lawrence: Dumping tomatos, bananas, all these things.

Prabhupäda: What kind of civilization? And producing Nixon on the head. (laughter.) Just see.

David Lawrence: Yes.

Prabhupäda: And they want to be happy. This is their position.

David Lawrence: They'll give...

Prabhupäda: The head of the administration is Nixon, and the activities is killing and throwing the grains in the sea. And they are civilized. Just see. Where is civilization? They have no common sense even.

David Lawrence: The thing is the economic system now runs the heart. The heart is not allowed to beat in the right way. It's completely controlled.

Prabhupäda: It is a soul-killing civilization.

We have to fight against it, to save at least a few men.

So you are thoughtful young man.

You try to understand this philosophy, and you try to spread. You have got good field for teaching students.

Room Conversation                      July 18, London, 1973 

Prabhupäda: So how such big men, minister, could accept such position of a mendicant and live...? Now, gopé-bhäva-rasämåtäbdhi-laharé-kallola-magnau... So they got a better thing. They dipped into the ocean of the gopés' ecstasy. They were always thinking of the gopés' activities with Kåñëa. Gopé-bhäva-rasämåtäbdhi-laharé-kallola-magnau muhur, vande rüpa-sanätanau raghu-yugau çré-jéva-gopälakau. So unless one gets a better thing, he cannot give up the less important thing. So when, unless one gets that better thing—better humor, better mellow—they cannot give up these material engagements. 

Therefore, to get that better thing, 

it is advised that part of your hard labor you offer to Kåñëa. 

This is called karma-yoga. 

You remain in your karma, 

but nirbandha, nirbandhaù kåñëa-sambandhe, 

be touched with Kåñëa consciousness movement and 

spend at least fifty percent for Kåñëa. 

Then, gradually, you come to the... Just like the Gosvämés came. So this is the policy. Otherwise, for Kåñëa conscious men there is no need. Everything Kåñëa will supply. 

Mädhavendra Puré installed a Deity. 

Now, for months, years together, only festival was going on. (pause) And another good example is that if somebody is in business and if he spends for Kåñëa, that is a very good example for the karmés. Because everyone is not going to stop their karmé mentality. So this will be an example, that "You are engaged in material. Now spend like this." 

That is another preaching. Loka-saìgraha. 

This is called loka-saìgraha, to collect ordinary men for Kåñëa consciousness. 

Just like Janaka-räja, he was a king, but great saintly person.

Room Conversation                 July 22, 1973,  London.

Prabhupada: So Bhagavad-gita recommends 

that the whole society should be divided into four divisions: 

the brähmaëa, or the most intellectual persons, 

the kñatriyas, the administrators, 

the vaiçyas, the mercantile agriculturists, 

and the çüdras, ordinary men, laborer or worker. 

Because this material world is conducted by three modes of nature, goodness, passion and ignorance, so according to the quality of the person,

he should be listed in different categories. 

And it is the duty of the state to see that all these categories, divisions, they are working nicely.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Then, by God's arrangement, by nature's arrangement,
all the necessities of the living entities, they will be supplied.

They will be free from all anxieties, diseases. 

This was practically demonstrated during the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira. I, I wish to quote some passages from... during the reign of... (Ed: THE verse)

Pradyumna: Start with number one?

çaunaka uväca
hatvä svariktha-spådha ätatäyino yudhiñöhiro dharma-bhåtäà variñöhaù
sahänujaiù pratyavaruddha-bhojanaù kathaà pravåttaù kim akärañét tataù
Prabhupäda: Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, after the Battle of Kurukñetra, all the five brothers, they were almost fasting, as, what is called, atonement for so many people killed for their sake. Then, under the instruction of elderly persons, Bhéñma and Kåñëa, he accepted the ruling power, governmental, and during his time... You read that, kämaà vavarña...
Pradyumna: It says,

kämaà vavarña parjanyaùsarva-käma-dughä mahé siñicuù sma vrajän gävaù  payasodhasvatér mudä
Prabhupäda: Translation.

Pradyumna: "Translation. During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, the clouds showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: This was the position of the kingdom, that the cows felt secure.
At the present moment, the cows are very unhappy. I have seen. 

They are almost crying. 

Because they can understand that "After some time, we'll be killed."

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes, yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: They can understand that. So during Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's time, the cows were happy, and because they were happy, they were producing so much milk that when they were on the pasturing ground, the pasturing ground became moist with milk. Milk was dropping. So much milk supply. And kämaà vavarña parjanyaù: There was regular rainfall and ample production of food grains, other things also. Just like jewelry, they are also produced by the rainfall and certain constellation of the stars. That we understand from the astrological books.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So they produce these stones also, mean puñyanna-kñatra. 

So therefore it is said that kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. (Ed: THAT verse) 

And this parjanyaù, or the rainfall, is made possible by performing sacrifices. You read that portion, parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù.
Pradyumna: This is from Bhagavad-gétä. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù.
Prabhupäda: Annäd bhavanti bhütäni means by eating sufficiently, the living entities, they grow, they become strong, both animals and human beings. Then?

Pradyumna: Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù.
Prabhupäda: And the anna, these grains, they are produced from parjanyaù, from clouds. Now? Next?

Pradyumna: Yajïäd bhavati parjanyo...
Prabhupäda: And yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù.
And when we regularly perform yajïa, then there is regular cloud in the sky.

And when there is cloud in the sky, there is regular rainfall,

and when there is regular rainfall, there is sufficient production of food grains, fruits and other vegetables so that both the animal and the human beings,

they eat sufficiently, they grow strength,

they become happy and
again perform yajïa.
And the animals supply, the cow supplies milk. 

(Ed: to those prepared to assist the vaisyas protect those cows as sudras, protect lives, property and livelihood as ksatriyas, train and direct them as brahmanas and live on those products ALONE.)

In this way, the whole Society becomes happy. 

These are the prescriptions, or directions, given by the Vedic literature. 
So if people take advantage of this instruction, as you have mentioned in your article "The Great Seers," so if we follow their instruction, the whole history of the human being can be changed. There is no difficulty. In this way, the whole society becomes happy. These are the prescriptions, or directions.But whether the people will accept or not, that is the business of the leaders of the society. So far I think that British people, they organized very nicely the British Empire, but some way or other, it is now lost. But still, the British prestige can be elevated if actually, 

according to the Vedic instruction, 

you try to make your social construction, the political institution and economic development... 

Every direction is there. 

So you are all great historians. And there are many politicians. If you take this instruction of the Vedas little seriously, you can make your state an ideal state, and people are still ready to follow you.

Then the whole history of the world will change.
And if you people agree, then I can help you. I can help.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes, yes, yes. (pause)

Prabhupäda: There must be ample production of food grains and milk product. Then the whole economic problem solved.

And the formula is there.
HOW TO GET 

ample agricultural production and milk, (Ed: without KILLING COWS)

everything is there in Bhagavad-gétä  and Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 
And the examples of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, that is also there. But one...

We must be serious to accept this formula for practical application.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes, yes. You would apply the teachings of the Gétä to all human societies at all times. Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. Yes, that is my ambition,
that let the teachings of Bhagavad-gétä be

practically accepted by the human society, and

surely they'll be happy. Surely.
Yadä yadä hi dharmasya glanér bhavati bhärata. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. So now everything is confused. 
And in your country, or western countries, they are very organized. 
So you are not feeling now so much confusion. 
But it is coming. 
But in India and countries like that, it is very confusion state. Yes. They have lost their own culture, and they could not assimilate the western type of civilization. So they are lost. They are lost.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: In India is everybody lost, the Indian culture...?

Prabhupäda: No, not everybody.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: No, no.

Prabhupäda: Not everybody. But general mass of people, at least, the so-called educated, five to ten percent people, they are lost.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And so-called educated, they practically guide. You'll be surprised to know that in 1950, one of my students, he was a government statistics officer. So he went to some village, and he gave me report that the villagers inquired from him that "Babuji, agar angarej ko vote diya yai pasatela (?)"

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: You understand Hindi? No.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: No, I don't. No, no, no.

Prabhupäda: No. The inquiry was that "If we again give votes to the Englishmen, will they come and do." (laughs)

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes, yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So they were feeling the... Actually, in India... In our childhood, we know. Every Indian felt very secure. They never expected that Britishers will go. They were so sympathetic. And now they... This is the pulse felt by that statistics officer. They are not very much satisfied with the present system of government. British administration was very much appreciated by the Indians. Even Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura appreciated. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, he has written in something, somewhere, that "The Britishers also very nice because they don't interfere with the religious affairs." So as soon as they changed their views and tried to divide the Hindus and Muslims, the British Empire lost. According to Queen's declaration, the Britishers pledged that "They will not interfere with your religious affairs." Later on, for political purposes, when they interfered with this Hindu-Muslim question, then the British Empire lost.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes, yes. But the people who rule India now have a western education mostly. The Indians who...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Perverted, converted. Just like Nehru. Nehru was western-educated. He was educated in London. But he hated everything Indian.

Dr. Arnold Toynbee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That was the res... Formerly, in our childhood we saw that any gentleman coming here in London and goes back to India, he no more mixes with the Indian soil. He... They were called "England-returned." So they made their own society. Then our Ram Mohan Raya, he formed a Brahmo Society. And so many things changed. Again, they are now topsy-turvied.

So actually, India's position is that they have lost their own culture, and they could not assimilate the western culture.

But in the western countries,
if they accept this Vedic process of civilization, then they will again take it.
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Prabhupäda: So work is required. But godly persons, they want to live a simple life and high thinking, save time for understanding of God. The demonic people, they are engaged in horrible activities. They have manufactured so many things. So in this way... There are so many descriptions. Actually, by the increase of demoniac people, people are not very happy, and they are missing the ultimate goal of life. That is the defect of the modern civilization. They do not believe that there is an ultimate goal of life, there is life after death, and what kind of body he's going to get next. These things are not, neither in the university education curriculum, neither people are interested. So at the present moment... This is called Kali-yuga. So people are being misled... [ ]

Prabhupäda: No, but my proposition is that they should not commit, either the king or the elected person should not commit mistake. 

But if you try to educate the mass of people to become educated to elect the right person, that is very difficult. 

But if a king, a person, is educated nicely, that is easier. That is my point of view.

Lord Brockway: Yes. Yes, but the mass of people in poverty, the...

Prabhupäda: No, everything will be all right. 

Because the man on the head is perfectly, he’ll manage, he'll manage. 

But if he's not perfect, then it is not possible. 

Therefore the endeavor should be made... 

Either call it dictator or president or king, it doesn't matter. 

The man on the top of the executive  must be a perfect man. [ ]
Everything he sees the hand of God. That is God consciousness. And when a man becomes God conscious, then he's qualified with all good qualities. That is God consciousness. Yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcanä sarvair guëais tatra samäsate suräù [SB 5.18.12]. If you train a person to become God conscious, then all the good qualities automatically becomes manifest in him. So why not try this? Make a school simply to make people God conscious. You'll find nice people are coming. All good character. And you can take any service from them, good service. This should be attempted. Haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëä mano-rathenäsati dhävato bahiù [SB 5.18.12]. And without God consciousness, there cannot be any good qualities. Just like President Nixon. He's exalted. He is occupying such exalted position, but public is criticizing like anything. Hm? And he's still not leaving that post. Unless he's forced. So haräv abhaktasya... Is that a very good quality? He's publicly elected president. If public (is) accusing him in so many ways, he should have (said), "All right, if you don't like, I resign." But no. So where is the good quality? There is no good quality. Because he has no sense of God consciousness. So without sense of God consciousness, nobody can possess any good quality. That is impossible. And a small man, like our students, because he's God conscious, you'll find so many good qualities in them in comparison to others. So these are the version of the Vedas. Yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcanä. One who has become a devotee of the Supreme Lord, all the good qualities will be manifest in him. So we want good quality men. 
So the one process—to make him God conscious. He'll become the best person in the society. And if the society is composed of the nice person, then where is the war, where is the strife, where is the competition, where is the...? Nothing. 
Everything will be solved. 
So all the problems will be solved simply making the people God conscious. 
If not all, a section will do that. 
Sinless, God conscious persons, their examples will be followed, and society will change. [ ]
Lord Brockway: Oh, I agree. I'm a vegetarian.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Thank you. Hare Kåñëa. So this is all due to lack of God consciousness. Therefore the only remedy is to make people God conscious, thoroughly, perfectly. Then everything will be all right.

Lord Brockway: That I don't accept. God consciousness plus understanding.

Prabhupäda: Now, God conscious means understanding. Without understanding, how there can be God consciousness?

Lord Brockway: And you, you may easily have a person who is very God conscious, beautiful in their own lives, beautiful to all the group around them, who have no understanding of the problems of the world at all.

Prabhupäda: That is not perfect God conscious. That is partial. Perfect consciousness means full understanding also. That is perfect God consciousness. Yasmin vijïäte sarvam evaà vijïätaà bhavati. This is the Vedic injunction. 
If you understand only God, then you understand everything. 
But if he does not understand everything rightly, 
that means he's not fully understanding God. 
This is the... If, as you say, that a man is fully God conscious, but he cannot do this, cannot do that, that means his understanding of God consciousness is still lacking. It is not full understanding. A full understanding of God consciousness means he's a perfect man. 
He's a perfect man. He'll never commit anything mistake. Because he's guided. 
Teñäm... What is that? Bhajatäà préti-pürvakam, buddhi-yogaà dadämi tam... Find out. A God conscious person is getting direct instruction from God. How it can be defective? It cannot be. Practical. But if one is defective, he's not yet fully God conscious.

Devotee: Teñäà satata-yuktänäà...
Prabhupäda: Ah! 

teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam  buddhi-yogaà dadämi taà  yena mäm upayänti te
Pradyumna: Ananyäç cintayanto mäà ye janäù paryupäsate...
Prabhupäda: No, no. That is another thing.

Pradyumna: Teñäà nityäbhiyuktä...?
Prabhupäda: No, no, no. Teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-... That is Tenth Chapter.

Pradyumna: 

teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam dadämi buddhi-yogaà taà  yena mäm upayänti te
"To those who are constantly devoted and who worship Me with love, I give the understanding by which they can come to Me."

Prabhupäda: So if he gets understanding from God, how there can be any defect? If he's not getting direct understanding from God, that means he's still imperfect. [ ]
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Prabhupäda: (indistinct) ...how you can reject one and accept another. It must be properly utilized.

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Just like if one has got money, he cannot... He can utilize it for good purposes, and he can utilize it for bad purposes. So money is not bad. It is bad when the purpose is bad. It is good when the purpose is good.

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Similarly hiàsä, it is used for... Just like in Manu-saàhitä it is said that the murderer should be hanged. So this is also hiàsä, to get him a man hanged. But Manu-saàhitä says that this kind of hiàsä is necessary. Because the man who's committed murder, if he's hanged, then in this life all his sinful activities finished. Otherwise, in his next life he has to suffer so many things. So it is the duty of the king to take his life so that he may be relieved from other sinful reaction. So according to çästra, hiàsä..., ahiàsä is good, but when there is necessity, hiàsä is also good.

Reporter: Yes. When there is right hiàsä, then it becomes a right action.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: And a right action is inherently inspired with love and devotion to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: And therefore it is no more hiàsä. But when the devilish...

Prabhupäda: And actually it is not hiàsä.

Reporter: Actually it is not hiàsä, exactly, but...

Prabhupäda: Just like father gives a slap.

Reporter: Yeah, it is not hiàsä.

Prabhupäda: It is not hiàsä.

Reporter: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, the hiàsä, so-called hiàsä, when it is directed by Kåñëa, that is not hiàsä. That is love.

Reporter: Yeah. But when it is not directed by Kåñëa...

Prabhupäda: Then it is hiàsä.

Reporter: Yeah. Then it is hiàsä. And I am against that hiàsä which is not directed by Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yeah, that's all right, that's all right.

Reporter: (laughs) Yes. And especially today in the society we are all living in, nuclear age where all the power of destruction in the hands of those who are not devotees of Kåñëa is...

Prabhupäda: That is hiàsä.

Reporter: That is hiàsä.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: Yeah. Therefore we are trying to make how you can, I mean...

Prabhupäda: That you have understood. That is my point.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That so-called hiàsä, when it is directed by Kåñëa, is not hiàsä.

Reporter: Yeah, exactly. I agree. That's, that's...

Prabhupäda: The same example as I gave, gave you. That when the king condemns a murderer to death, it is not hiàsä. It is doing good to him.

Reporter: Yeah. But only if the king is a devotee of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: No... King is... King means a devotee. Because the king did not remain devotee, now monarchy is abolished. King means Kåñëa's representative, nara-devatä. The king is supposed to act on behalf of Kåñëa. Just like Kåñëa's business is pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8].

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, king's business is to give protection to the faithful and punish the unfaithful.

Reporter: But today's kings...

Prabhupäda: Today's no... I'm speaking... Today's good and tomorrow is bad, that is not.

Reporter: Yeah, yeah.

Prabhupäda: I'm speaking the principle. The king must be representative of God. Therefore we offer so much honor to the King. Exactly like God. Why? Because King is supposed to be representative of God. Our Vedic conception is cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. Brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. This catur-varëa. It is the king's duty, government's duty, to see that a person claiming to be brähmaëa, whether he's acting as a brähmaëa. Nowadays that... Such supervision is not there. Therefore a man acting as çüdra, but he's claiming to be brähmaëa.

Reporter: Yeah, yeah, yeah. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Isn't it?

Reporter: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: So it is the king's duty. Just like the king, it is the government's duty to see that nobody cheats. If a person without any medical qualification, if he writes "Doctor, Medical practitioner," he should be punished. Similarly, if one is claiming to be brähmaëa, he must act as brähmaëa. If one is claiming to be kñatriya, he must act as a kñatriya. Now, what are the qualifications of brähmaëa, what are the qualifications of kñatriya, they are there already in Bhagavad-gétä.

Reporter: Yes, yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: So this is government's duty, that you are claiming that everyone should be employed, everyone should be engaged, in his own occupation. That is called svadharmeëa idanasya(?). Sva-dharma means the brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. By quality. Guëa-karma. By quality and work. So it is the duty of the government to see that a çüdra is employed, is engaged as a çüdra, a vaiçya is employed and engaged as... Just like vaiçya. Vaiçya, it is said that kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44].
...Now the vaiçyas, they are in the share market speculating.

Reporter: Hm. There are no more vaiçyas. (laughs) Exactly.
Prabhupäda: Industrialists. 

Industrialists means çüdras. 

So if they're çüdras, why they should claim as...

Reporter: Vaiçyas.

Prabhupäda: This is government's duty. 

To see, "Why you are claiming vaiçya? 

If your industry is to produce food grains, agriculture, 

give protection to the cows..."
So in India ten thousand cows are being killed, and the vaiçyas are big, big (indistinct), big, big zamindars. You see.

Reporter: Sitting quiet. (laughs) Yes.

Prabhupäda: Similarly brähmaëas. Nehru. He is brähmaëa, but what did he do as a brähmaëa? But he was the head of the government. Who will speak against him? Everything is topsy turvy.

Reporter: Hm. When such... When such situation arises where the king is no more representing the Kåñëa consciousness, and the vaiçyas are no more following that duty...

Prabhupäda: This is, this is... This world is material world. And (aside:) Why don't you come here? You can take another pad. (desires woman guest to sit comfortably)

Devotee: Would you like a chair?

Woman guest: No, it's okay.

Reporter: My question was that when there is no more people following their sva-dharma, their true self...

Prabhupäda: That anyone can do at any moment, any moment.

Reporter: Hm?

Prabhupäda: Any moment.

Reporter: Yeah. But then what is the action for the... Practical action, practical...

Prabhupäda: Practical action... If you give up... If a brähmaëa gives up sva-dharma, then it becomes a varëa-saìkara.

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Kula-dharma, what is that in the Bhagavad-gétä? Jäti-dharma, kula-dharma. So they produce varëa-saìkara. If one does not follow the jäti-dharma, the kula-dharma, then he comes to the category of varëa-saìkara. Saìkaro narakäyaiva. So when... A person born in brähmaëa family not acting as a brähmaëa, he's varëa-saìkara. So when there are number of people from the varëa-saìkara class, then the whole society becomes hell, narakäyaiva. Çaìkaro narakäyaiva. What is that? Read that.

Pradyumna:

kula-kñaye praëaçyanti

kula-dharmäù sanätanäù

"With the destruction of dynasty, the eternal family tradition is vanquished, and thus the rest of the family becomes involved in irreligious practice."

 [Bg. 1.40]

Prabhupäda: Everything is, one after another, is described in the Bhagavad-gétä. So those who are responsible for giving up kula-dharma and jäti-dharma, and creating varëa-saìkara... Varëa-saìkara, just like brähmaëa, kñatriya, they are supposed to undergo the purificatory process daça-vidhä-saàskära. So the first saàskära is garbhädhäna. So in this Bhägavata it is said by Närada that as soon as garbhädhäna-saàskära is not taken, immediately the whole family becomes çüdra. So who is observing the garbhädhäna-saàskära? Nobody.

Reporter: (laughs) Nobody.

Prabhupäda: Therefore, kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. Correct? In this age of Kali, everyone is to be accepted as çüdra. No brähmaëa, no kñatriya, no vaiçya. All çüdra, or less than çüdra.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Païcavän.(?) This is the position. So at the present moment, to reform that, you cannot take them to the original position. It is not possible, it is Kali-yuga. Mandäù sumanda-matayo manda-bhägyä hy upadrutäù [SB 1.1.10]. They are very slow, they don't accept the right path... Just like God is here, Kåñëa, kåñëas tu bhagavän svayam [SB 1.3.28]. But they're creating their own God. Even big, big leaders they are saying, "Eh, Kåñëa, why Kåñëa should be accepted?" Even big, big leaders, they do not believe that Kåñëa was there on this planet, there was Kurukñetra battle. You know better than me.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So, if big, big scholars say, when Kåñëa says that man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé... [Bg. 18.65]. The scholars say, "It is not to Kåñëa." You see? If now, I can frankly say, if leaders like Dr. Radhakrishnan, Gandhi and others, they mislead people, then how the people will be in normal condition? This is the position of India at the present moment. The leaders... Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù [SB 7.5.31]. 
The leaders are blind. 
They have no training. 
They are not in disciplic succession. 
They do not know what is what, and they are taking the part of leadership, 
then everything is spoiled. 
Jäti-dharma, kula-dharma. And they have created varëa-saìkara.

Reporter: Yes. Everybody is varëa-saìkara.

Prabhupäda: Therefore the only remedy is

harer näma harer näma harer nämaiva kevalam

kalau nästy eva nästy eva nästy eva gatir anyathä

 [Cc. Ädi 17.21]

This is the only, this Kåñëa consciousness movement is the only remedy for rectification all the misgivings. Therefore any sane man, any thoughtful man, should try to understand the importance of this movement, and they should come and help. This is the...

Reporter: Hm. But what...?

Prabhupäda: It is most scientific.

Reporter: But what you are emphasizing is bhakti-yoga.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: But what I'm asking is how to bring the karma-yoga, the action, to transform the society, bring back into the...

Prabhupäda: Yes, the yoga in its preliminary stage is karma-yoga. Yoga, yoga means connecting.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So karma, when you...

Reporter: Yoga karma sukhoçanäm. (?)

Prabhupäda: Akarma sukhoçanäm.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So you are addicted to karma.

Reporter: Hm.

Prabhupäda: So if you bring bhakti, karma-miçra-bhakti, that is called karma-yoga. Similarly, you are addicted to speculation, jïäna. When you bring bhakti and mix with it, then it is jïäna-miçra-bhakti or jïäna-yoga. So, this things are there. Just like karma-yoga. Yat karoñi yaj juhoñi yad açnäsi, yat tapasyasi, kuruñva tat mad-arpaëam [Bg. 9.27]. This is karma-yoga. You are doing something, everyone is engaged to do something, but Kåñëa says yat karoñi, never mind, even if you are a thief. Your business is stealing-steal. Yat karoñi means that includes everything. Yat karoñi yaj juhoñi yad açnäsi, yat tapasyasi, kuruñva tat mad-arpaëam. "Give it to Me. The result, give it to Me." Karmaëy evädhikäras te mä phaleñu.

Reporter: Mä phaleñu.

Prabhupäda: This is karma-yoga—when you do not take the result. Ah? You may do whatever you like, but if you, if the result, if you give to Kåñëa, that is karma-yoga.

Reporter: Hm. Yeah, but karmaëy evädhikäras te...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: This is the, the point that...

Prabhupäda: Yes, you have to work.

Reporter: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: See?

Reporter: But... So... If our responsibility is to act without attachment for the result, I accept, I agree with it.

Prabhupäda: But Kåñëa says that purottama manaù (?). The result must be there.

Reporter: Yes. But that should be...

Prabhupäda: So, if you do not take the result, who will take it? It cannot...

Reporter: Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Therefore you must be giving to someone, to who is the perfect person who can take it. That is Kåñëa.

Reporter: Hm. Yeah.

Prabhupäda: So yat karoñi, that is the... Arjuna, he was a fighter. He was a fighter, military man. So his business was to fight. But he fought for Kåñëa. Therefore it's bhakti-yoga, karma-yoga, whatever you...

Reporter: Yeah. Yes. What I'm now asking is that what you are telling us is very important, that we must act for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: But Kåñëa is telling to Arjuna where to act, and how to act, and what to act, that is "Fight." And at that moment He is telling to fight the Kauravas. Now, we are confused here, that what is our fight? What is our fight?

Prabhupäda: Our fight, it is not the same fight as Kurukñetra.

Reporter: No, it's not same. Therefore we are in confusion, that what is our fight? Of course, we must surrender our...

Devotee: He wants to know how he will be engaged. Who will tell him what to do?

Prabhupäda: The Kåñëa's representative will tell you. Kåñëa is not there, but Kåñëa's representative is there. So you have to ask the Kåñëa's representative.

Reporter: So that's why I have come to you...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: ...to ask you.

Prabhupäda: If you think we are representative of Kåñëa, that is good. (everyone laughs)

Reporter: Perhaps you can speak for the representative of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes, at least I'm directing all these boys.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: They're thinking, "And to become Kåñëa's representative is very difficult thing." It is not very difficult.

Reporter: It is not difficult.

Prabhupäda: Because Kåñëa... Who is Kåñëa's representative? Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, that

ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära' ei deça

yäre dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça

 [Cc. Madhya 7.128]

You understand Bengali?

Reporter: No.

Prabhupäda: He says that "By My order, you become a guru." "So what shall I do, sir? What is Your äjïäya, order?" That yäre dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa-upadeça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]': "Whomever you meet, you just speak what Kåñëa has spoken." That's all. What is the difficulty? If we speak what Kåñëa has spoken, exactly... Therefore we are presenting Bhagavad-gétä As It Is, without my interpretation, no nonsense. No. Kåñëa says mattaù parataraà nänyat kiïcid asti dhanaïjaya [Bg. 7.7]. There is no more superior truth above. Truly speaking, that here is Bhagavän, Kåñëa. There is no more superior person or authority than Kåñëa. So what is our difficulty? We are exactly repeating the statement in the Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñëa says mattaù parataraà nänyat [Bg. 7.7]. We are saying the same thing. Kåñëa said, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66]. We are asking these people, "Just surrender to Kåñëa."

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: "Don't bother with any other things." Kåñëa says, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru [Bg. 18.65]. So we are teaching them, that always think of Kåñëa, always become devotee of Kåñëa, always offer obeisances to Kåñëa. So what is our difficulty? There is no difficulty. But if we actually do this, then I am Kåñëa's representative. Who is representative? What the original master wants, if one does the same thing, he is representative. It is not difficult. But people will not do that. He'll try to avoid Kåñëa and take Kåñëa's book Bhagavad-gétä and interpret nonsensically and spoil the whole thing. This is going on. He's not ready to speak what Kåñëa has spoken. He speaks his own words of the authority of Kåñëa.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: This is going on. If you want to speak your own word, why you take Bhagavad-gétä? How much, aù, devilish mentality. You want to speak your own philosophy-speak. Why you take advantage of Bhagavad-gétä? But that is going on. They take advantage of Bhagavad-gétä and speak their all nonsense things. They're not representative of Kåñëa. Kåñëa's representative is he who exactly speaks what Kåñëa has spoken. It is not very difficult. So everyone can become Kåñëa's representative, provided he speaks exactly like Kåñëa.

Reporter: Hm. No, but... Can I take you back to the point which is not clear to me? When you said that sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66]. Kåñëa is speaking in a context of a clear defined action for Arjuna, whereas now that clearly defined action is not available to us.

Prabhupäda: Why not available?

Reporter: 'Cause we don't know what is our action. Now, going to the...

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa says sarva-dharmän parityajya [Bg. 18.66].

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Now, dharma means occupation. Dharma is not translated as religion.

Reporter: No, no.

Prabhupäda: This is wrong translation. Dharma means occupation.

Reporter: Activity?

Prabhupäda: Activity, occupation.

Reporter: All activities.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So you are already in some activity. Everyone, they must be engaged in something, doing something. But Kåñëa says, "You give up this. You just surrender unto Me and do what I say. Then it..."

Reporter: But He's saying sarva-dharmän parityajya... [Bg. 18.66].

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: ...not sarva-karmän parityajya.

Prabhupäda: Dharmän means karmän. Dharma means activity. Just like a brähmaëa...

Reporter: But activity...

Prabhupäda: (indistinct)—just a minute—how he can understand the brahma? Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13].

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: So this dharma, brähmaëa-dharma, kñatriya-dharma, they're divided according to karma. You cannot avoid this karma. Dharma means karma, activity. Brähmaëa, he's practicing, çamo damas titikñä ärjava jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. These are karmas. Brahma-karma svabhäva-jam. Kñatriya-karma svabhäva-jam. So dharma means this is sva-dharma. Brähmaëa's executing the karma of brähmaëa, he's dharma.

Reporter: Yes, but then karmaëy evädhikäras te...

Prabhupäda: Karmaëi means that you are as you are...

Reporter: No, no (indistinct) evädhikäras te. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Anyway...

Reporter: 'Cause activity...

Prabhupäda: Dharma means karma. Dharma does not mean inactivity. Because it is said, brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42].

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: It is karma. So brähmaëa's activity means brähmaëa. So that activity is karma. Ah? Yajana yäjana paöhana päöhana däna pratigraha, these are brähmaëas.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Kñatriyas, to become king, to fight for the protection of the citizens, to become charitably disposed. Everything is described there. These are the kñatriya's karma. These the brähmaëa's karma. These are the, eh, vaiçya's karma. These are the çüdra's karma. So sva-dharma means to execute the prescribed karma. That is sva-dharma. Dharma karma. Dharma means karma, but prescribed. You are brähmaëa, you have to act as a brähmaëa.

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: You are kñatriya, you have to act as a kñatriya. So acting means karma. How you can avoid karma? Bhakti is also karma. Bhakti is also karma. Bhakti, what is this bhakti? Just like we are engaged in devotional service. That service means karma. So they're also rising early in the morning at four 'o clock offering maìgala-ärati, and then reading books, then chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, then taking the class and taking prasädam, then going to outside for performing saìkértana, to distributing books. All day, twenty-four hours karma. So therefore outsiders, they can not understand, that "They're also working like us, they're also selling books, they're going to the press, they're also eating, they're riding motorcar, they're typing, what kind of bhakti it is?" They cannot understand what is bhakti. They think bhakti means, just like "Close your eyes and make some murmuring sound, that is good." Bhakti is not like that.

Reporter: Bhakti is the quality...

Prabhupäda: Yes, quality of karma. Just like Arjuna, Arjuna was fighting. So he was giving the certificate-bhakto 'si. Bhakto 'si: "You are My devotee." So everything is karma, whatever you do. It is activity. But we have to see the quality of that activity. What is the quality of it. Yes, how you can live without being active? You are living being. That's not possible. Simply we have to see the quality of our activity. That makes one karma-yogé, jïäna-yogé, dhyäna-yogé, bhakti-yogé. Everywhere there is karma. Without karma there is nothing.

Reporter: Hm. Can I ask you another...

Prabhupäda: Therefore it is called karma-miçra-bhakti. It is not unalloyed bhakti.

Reporter: No, no.

Prabhupäda: Unalloyed bhakti, there is no karma.

Reporter: There's no karma.

Prabhupäda: There's no karma. That is very high state. But originally...

Reporter: Akarma, then it comes akarma.

Prabhupäda: Ah, akarma.

Reporter: Sannyäsa.

Prabhupäda: No, more than akarma.

Reporter: Sannyäsa?

Prabhupäda: More than a... Sannyäsé is akarma, yes. Sannyäsé is also not akarma. Sannyäsa means... That is also described in Bhagavad-gétä. Anäçritaù karma-phalaà käryaà karma karoti yaù [Bg. 6.1]. That is also karma. Käryaà karma karoti yaù sa sannyäsé. "It is my duty"—on this principle when one works, he is sannyäsé. He does not work for himself, he works for Kåñëa. And that is sannyäsé. Anäçritaù karma-phalam. Because if you are doing something, there must be some result. But you do not take the result. Anäçritaù karma-phalam. Käryam: it is my duty. Käryam. Karma karot... Karma karoti yaù. That is karma. Sa sannyäsé. So how you can say in sannyäsa there is no karma? Karma is always there. But you have to see for what for this karma is being done The end justify the means. What is the end of this karma? So when the end is Kåñëa, to satisfy Kåñëa, änukülyena kåñëänuçélanaà bhaktir uttamä [Cc. Madhya 19.167]. 

Reporter: Yeah. But what is the meaning of akarma?

Prabhupäda: Akarma means that does not produce another karma. Or sometimes akarma means laziness.

Reporter: No, no, (laughs), in the sense of Gétä.

Prabhupäda: Karmaëo hy api boddhavyam. So akarma means, that is bhaktyä. Akarma means, just like yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra karma-bandhanaù. Anyatra karma-bandhanaù: when you become bound by the result, the action of the karma, that is karma. And when you act yajïärthe, for Viñëu, for Kåñëa, that is not karma, that is akarma. It does not produce, karmäëi nirdahati kintu ca bhakti-bhäjäm [Bs. 5.54]. In the Brahma-saàhitä it is said, "Those who are engaged in devotional service, they're not producing any more karma.

Reporter: Hm. Hm. But then why there are three words, karma, vikarma, akarma? There are three.

Prabhupäda: That... Vikarma means..., karma means you act according to the injunction of the çästra. That is karma. And vikarma means when you violate the injunction of the çästra.
Devotee: Violate.

Prabhupäda: Violate.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. "You should not do this." Just like in the çästra it is said that you should not indulge in sinful activities.

Reporter: Hm. That's the vikarma.

Prabhupäda: That is vikarma. If you act sinfully, against the injunctions of the çästra, then it is sinful, that is vikarma. And akarma means which does not produce any other result. That is akarma. Karma, akarma, vikarma. Yes. But generally we act, we indulge in karma to get some result. And that is karma. That is not vikarma. Vikarma, when you act against the principles of sinful activities, no, no, when you act as sinful activity, just like striyaù sünä (Sanskrit). Four kinds of sinful activities are described in the çästras: illicit sex life. You can not indulge in sex life without marriage, that is illicit, that is sinful. So killing animals unnecessarily, that is sinful. Then intoxication, that is sinful. And gambling. These are sinful activities. So when you do not obey the orders of the çästra and engage yourself in sinful activities, that is vikarma, you're becoming bound up being entangled. Therefore bhakti is the safest platform, because you do not produce any more karma. Whatever karma you have to act, it is finished in this life. Karmäëi nirdahati kintu ca bhakti-bhäjäm [Bs. 5.54]. Otherwise, beginning from ant, up to the Brahmä, everyone is bound up by the reaction of karma.

Reporter: Hm. Vi... But is it not like vasiñöhaà jïänaà vijïänam. (?)

Prabhupäda: Ah?

Reporter: Vasiñöhän karmän vikarmän? "Vi—" is generally used as to... a sort of bhaktyä.(?) To give the quality of the karma, quality of the action. Like vijïänam, jïänaà vijïänam. Karmän vikarmän. So this a little, what is the root of the language? I don't...

Prabhupäda: Jïänam means you must know things theoretical knowledge and practical knowledge. That is, jïänam means theoretical knowledge. 


And vijïänam means practical knowledge. Jïänaà vijïänam.

When your knowledge is applied practically in life, 

just like yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra. This knowledge is theoretical, that one has to work only for yajïa. Yajïäd bhavati (indistinct). This things are there. 

So everyone should act for yajïa. Yajïeça. In the Viñëu Puräëa it is said, varëäçramäcäravatä puruñeëa paraù pumän, viñëur ärädhyate [Cc. Madhya 8.58].

If you act according to varëäçrama, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, never mind, whatever you are. Everything is meant for pleasing the Supreme Lord Viñëu. Viñëur ärädhyate.
Reporter: Hm.

Prabhupäda: Nänyat tat-toña-käraëam. So in order to satisfy Him, there is no other way than to act according to the tenets of varëäçrama. This is the beginning of civilization. Without accepting this division of varëäçrama, that is animal society, everything is chaos. [ ]

Prabhupäda: It is clear. If you are actually surrendered soul, then to you it is clear, it is very clear. Kåñëa gives direction, that

this is the business of the brähmaëa, 
this is the business of kñatriya. 
So politics is the business of the kñatriya. So if you act according to Kåñëa's direction in politics, then you are surrendered soul. It is not that because we have got this mälä and tilaka we are surrendered soul, and a kñatriya cannot be surrendered soul, or a vaiçya cannot be surrendered soul.

You have to act according to the direction.

Kåñëa is giving direction: "This is brähmaëa's karma." You do it.
That means you are surrendered soul, at the same time you are acting as a brähmaëa.
But if you  act whimsically, then what is your surrender?
And why did you become a brähmaëa?

Then there is chaos.

That is the present position of the society.

They are not surrendered to Kåñëa, 

they do not abide by the direction of Kåñëa.

Still, they have become leaders. Then the whole thing is chaos. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Brahman. Brahman. Brahman realization.

Reporter: Ah.

Prabhupäda: Ahaà brahmäsmi. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä [Bg. 18.54]. They get relief from material conception of life so much. But that is not full understanding of the Absolute Truth. Therefore they're third class, or in the third grade. 

The second grade, yogis. They realize Paramätmä, Viñëu, within the heart. 

But the first class are the bhaktas. 

They talk, personally, just like Arjuna is talking. Arjuna is directly talking with Kåñëa. 

This is the result of bhakti. [ ]

Prabhupäda: That gentleman I talked to, he was also very intelligent. John. But this thing is meant for intelligent class men. Because in the jïänés, they are also in the third grade, so how much in the position of the bhakta? That is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä [Bg. 18.54]. 

When one gets the brahma-jïäna, brahma-bhüta [SB 4.30.20], and identifies himself, ahaà brahmäsmi, "I'm Brahman," so, prasannätmä: immediately he gets relief of all material anxiety. 

He has nothing to do with this material world. Na çocati na käìkñati. 

Then he can see everyone on the equal level. Samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. 

Then, mad-bhaktià labhate paräm [Bg. 18.54]. 

After  being brahma-bhüta, then he can begin bhakti. 

This is the position of the bhaktas. 

The real bhaktas, çuddha-bhaktas, unalloyed bhaktas. 

Bhaktas, they have got three stages-kaniñöha, madhyama, and uttama. 

First, at least one comes to the madhyama-adhikäré, not to remain in the lowest stage, kaniñöha-adhikäré.

Reporter: Hm. Hm. It's a very high stage, too, each.

Prabhupäda: How long you are here, in London?

Reporter: I have been on and off for two, three years.

Prabhupäda: Ah.

Reporter: And I will stay two or three more years.

Prabhupäda: So, you are family man?

Reporter: Yes, this is my wife.

Prabhupäda: You're married here.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Children?

Reporter: One child.

Prabhupäda: That's nice.

Reporter: And we have called our child Mukti.

Prabhupäda: That's nice. (everyone laughs) But another thing, (everyone laughs). Rüpa Gosvämé says bhukti-mukti-spåhä yävat piçäcé hådi vartate. Manifested..., that so long the piçäcé... Piçäcé, you know?

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: The piçäcé of bhukti and mukti. 

Bhukti means karmé's business, "I shall enjoy."

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Bhukti. 

And mukti means "I shall become one with the Supreme." So these two things are described as piçäcé.

Reporter: Really?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: Ah, piçäcé means witch.

Prabhupäda: Bhukti-mukti-piçäcé (etc.)

Reporter: "As long as...?"

Prabhupäda: "So long these two piçäcés are there within the heart, how one can enjoy the company of bhakti?"

Reporter: Ah? But if you are one with the perfect one, you cannot be one with the perfect one without bhakti.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Reporter: Therefore, bhukti and mukti do not come together. From bhukti you have to go to bhakti and then you can...

Prabhupäda: You have to go to mukti, and then bhakti. Just as I explained.

brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä

na çocati na käìkñati

samaù sarveñu bhüteñu

mad-bhaktià labhate paräm

 [Bg. 18.54]

Reporter: Ah.

Prabhupäda: So after being mukta. The bhakta is already mukta. That is confirmed in the Bhagavad-gétä:

mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa

bhakti-yogena sevate

sa guëän samatétyaitän

brahma-bhüyäya kalpate

 [Bg. 14.26]

So a bhakta is already brahma-bhüta [SB 4.30.20]. So he hasn't got to ask for mukti. He's already mukta. Just like Bilvamaìgala Öhäkura says,

bhaktis tvayi sthiratarä bhagavan yadi syäd

daivena naù phalati divya-kiçora-mürtiù

muktiù svayaà mukulitäïjali sevate 'smän

and dharmärtha-käma-gatayaù samaya-pratékñäù

 Dharmärtha-käma, this is karmé's position. And mokña is mukti's position. So he says that "If I've got unflinching devotional attitude upon You, My Lord, then mukti is at my door, with folded hands. And this this dharmärtha-käma, they're at my command." Simply by bhakti. The people are after dharma, artha, käma, mokña [SB 4.8.41, Cc. Ädi 1.90], but these four things become at the order of a bhakta. Muktiù svayaà mukulitäïjali sevate 'smän dharmärtha-käma-gatayaù samaya-pratékñäù.

Devotee: Prasädam.

Prabhupäda: Prasäde sarva-duùkhänäà hänir asyopajäyate. (Guest and devotees talk in background.)

Reporter: (aside:) Please... But calling kåñëärpaëam, and calling mukti and bhukti piçäcé is a rather strong expression. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Just try to understand what is the bhakta's position. They can use strong word against mukti.

Reporter: Yes, yes, they can.

Prabhupäda: (laughs)

Reporter: The attachment is mukti, materialistic attachment, and bhukti... [break] I was very impressed with the account, how...

Prabhupäda: This will be New Gokula.

Reporter: New Gokula. Hm, hm, it's very good.

Prabhupäda: They've got New Vrindaban, New Navadvépa, New Jagannätha Puré, New Dvärakä...

Pradyumna: New Gayä...

Prabhupäda: ...New Gayä, and this is the New Gokula. You are in touch in politics, therefore I'm talking something of politics, that the politicians of India, they wanted the..., from the British government, India, a strong united nation. But they could not achieve that goal. Pakistan was taken away. They're now lamenting, or there is some, always unsettled anxiety due to Pakistan. So... So far this movement is concerned, we are spreading the Indian culture, Kåñëa consciousness, all over the world. So the politicians are lamenting for division of India, and here is a movement that everyone will glorify India for this culture. Why do they not join? It is practical.

Reporter: Yeah. But the trouble is that politicians are not interested in Indian culture; they're interested in power.

Prabhupäda: Therefore they're müòhas.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamäù [Bg. 7.15]. So India cannot be happy being guided by the duñkåtino müòhäù narädhamäù. It is not possible. This request I made to Gandhi That "You are..." People accepted him as a spiritual man all over the world. So if Gandhi would have taken this movement sincerely and scientifically, it would have grown thousand times.

Reporter: Yes, yes. But that... What Gandhi said? Did he reply to your request?

Prabhupäda: No.

Reporter: No. Hm.

Prabhupäda: But it did not go to his hand-hands of his secretary. They thought, "What is this nonsense propaganda? Now let us become prime minister."

Reporter: (laughs) Yes. But how problems of India, like poverty...

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Reporter: Like poverty, and this lack of balance between rich and poor. How these problems can be solved?

Prabhupäda: That, that... Gandhi wanted to solve it, but you rejected. Gandhi wanted it to... Village organization. He started that Wardha Ashram. But you have rejected. What Gandhi can do? 

That was good proposal—to remain satisfied in one's own place. 

That was Gandhi's proposal. 

That "Don't go to the city, town, for so-called better advantage of life. 

Remain in your own home, produce your food, and be satisfied there." That was Gandhi's policy. 

The economic problem he wanted to solve by keeping cows, by agriculture, by spinning thread. 

"You want food, shelter and cloth? 

Produce here, and remain here. 

Don't be allured by the capitalists and go to cities and engage in industries." 

But Jawaharlal Nehru wanted, overnight, to Americanize the whole India. That is the folly.

Reporter: Hm. Hm. I agree.

Prabhupäda: The Congress side, the followers of Gandhi should have followed Gandhi's principles—from political point of view. 

Village organization. But they won't do that.
Devotee: (to guests:) Some kñéra?

Reporter: Oh!

Prabhupäda: That's all? Don't get more?

Reporter: (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: They actually, by destroying the Manchester millionaires, Gandhi gave opportunity to the Ahmadabad millionaires. And the consumers, instead of purchasing Manchester cloth at one rupee per pair, now they're purchasing at thirty rupees per pair.

Reporter: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: This is advantage. I know. My father had cloth business. The Manchester cloth, very nice cloth—one rupee six annas per pair, retail sale.

Reporter: Hm. Hm. Now same thing for thirty rupees.

Prabhupäda: Just see. And where the money is going? To the Ahmadabad capitalists. That's all.

Reporter: Hm. Yes.

Prabhupäda: So frying pan. From frying pan to the fire.

Reporter: (laughs) Yes. Very true.

Prabhupäda: Everything is due to lack of God consciousness.

Reporter: Quite true. And therefore, nothing is working.

Prabhupäda: No. (pause)

Reporter: I'm not going by car, as you said. (everyone laughs)

Prabhupäda: Are you not plucking your hairs?

Reporter: I was plucking. Eighteen times, all these hair. Two times in the one year, plucking all hair.

Devotee: The whole head, you pull your...?

Reporter: Whole head, yes. It's an extreme form of a...

Devotee: Austerity.

Reporter: Ah?

Devotee: It's an austerity.

Reporter: Yes. And then I came to... I left it, and came to Benares, and...

Prabhupäda: So when you joined this (indistinct-Sarboddha?) movement? At Benares?

Reporter: Yes. I was meet... I met Vinoba Bhave, and...

Prabhupäda: He's still living?

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What is his philosophy?

Reporter: His philosophy is... He is a bhak..., a devotee, I think. He is very much a devotee. But he is also preaching what Gandhi was preaching, for village organization and simple living and producing food and clothes, in the village, and not going to the city. This is his principle, on the economy scale. And on the spiritual end, religious, he's a brahma-vidyä. He's seeking brahma-vidyä. And he has in Padnab(?) Brahma-vidya Mandir.

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Reporter: So he is... He is a follower of Çaìkaräcärya.

Prabhupäda: Mukti, bhukti.

Reporter: Ah?

Prabhupäda: Mukti.

Reporter: Mukti, yes.

Prabhupäda: Piçäcé.

Reporter: Hm? (everyone laughs)

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Bhukti-mukti-piçäcé.

Reporter: Yes.

Prabhupäda: (indistinct) Bhukti and mukti. So they have manufactured so many "isms." Bhukti-ism and mukti-ism. Therefore Kåñëa says, "Give up all these isms. Simply take surrender unto Me, that's all." This is real love.
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Prabhupäda: ...satisfied to remain in the village. That is the defect of the modern civilization.
Mother: In India, you mean. You're talking of India now.

Prabhupäda: Everywhere.

Mother: Everywhere.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everywhere.

Mother: What about India? I mean, do they believe, the villagers?

Prabhupäda: India, actually, they do so.

Mother: Yes.

Prabhupäda: The villagers, they have cows and land.

That is sufficient for their economic problem.
But the industrialists, they are alluring them, 

"To get more money, come here." 

So they are going to the cities. And the food production in the village is neglected. And therefore the food grain price is rising. 

Actually, everyone should be engaged to produce food, 

but the modern set-up of civilization is that few people are engaged in producing food, and others are eating. They are offering... They are artificially getting money. So they are offering paper, "Here is ten dollars." Although it is a paper, cheating. 

And they are captivated by cheating. They, they are thinking, "I have got now hundred dollars." What is this hundred dollars? It is paper. 

So some people are cheating and some people are being cheated. 

This is the society.

Mother: Yes. But I think one has to be clever enough not to let people cheat you.

Prabhupäda: Clever means that he must stay in his own land.

He should not be cheated by the paper and go to the city. (Ed: buy food) [ ]
Prabhupäda: That's... For translating of books it does not require... Of course, it requires when the purport of the translation is given. Otherwise,... 

Real thing is culture. That education is culture. 

Simply money-making education for maintaining this body, that education will not satisfy any more. Just like I told you, that despite all arrangements of education, why the young men are turning to be hippies? That is my question. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Self-supporting. We are self-supporting. Just like... I have given the example. The body, the social body... You can take of this body. 

There are four divisions: 

the head division, the arm division, the belly division, and the leg division. 

So belly is doing the work of the belly, stomach. 

The leg is walking. 

The hand is doing, defending, and 

the head and the brain is giving instruction to everyone. 

This is cooperation. 

So that is Vedic system of civilization. Brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. 

There must be divisions of work. Not that everyone has to learn everything.
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Prabhupäda: Yes. Thank you very much for your coming. I have read some of your ideas. So from your writing it appears you are nice, thoughtful man. Muni, the Sanskrit word is muni. Just like Närada Muni. They are very thoughtful. So I have read one description of, "Crisis of Increasing Motor Cars," in this paper. Actually, we are creating a crisis. 

This advancement of modern civilization is simply creating crisis. 

One Vaiñëava poet, he has sung: sat-saìga chäòi kainu asatye viläsa. Sat-saìga means spiritual association. So we have given up spiritual association, and asatye viläsa, we have taken to material enjoyment. So sat-saìga chäòi kainu... There are two things, material and spiritual. So sat-saìga chäòi kainu asatye... "I have given up spiritual association, and I have taken to material association. Therefore I have become entangled." Sei karaëe lägilä mora karma-bandha-phäìsä. We are becoming more and more entangled in material activities. We are trying to solve one problem, and creating another big problem. Just like I was reading the "Motor Car Crisis." We thought that with a horseless carriage it will be very convenient to travel. But against that convenience, so-called convenience, we have created so many inconveniences. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Hm. "Cars, Profits and Pollution." I was just reading this article. "Cars, Profits and Pollution." So this one side, we make profit, another side, we make pollution. This is the material, result of material activities. Whatever you do. Anything you do material, it is same. In one side, you see, "Oh, there is so much profit," and another side, you'll see so much pollution. Therefore the remedy is to act for spiritual realization. Then you will avoid pollution. 

The remedy is. If you... 

That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä, in the Third Chapter, 

how we can work for spiritual realization and avoid the pollution of material activities. 

This is the sum and substance of Bhagavad-gétä. 

In the Bhagavad-gétä, we do not avoid the material activities, but we become free from the material pollution. 

This is the secret of Kåñëa consciousness movement. [ ]

Prabhupäda: There is one moral instruction by Cäëakya Paëòita. Cäëakya Paëòita was a great minister during the time of Mahäräja Candragupta. So he was honorary Prime Minister in the empire. So he has a book of moral instruction. So he says in that moral instruction, who is a learned man. So he gives the description of a learned man, that: mätåvat para-däreñu. Mätåvat. "Just treat all other women except your wife as your mother." Mätåvat para-däreñu, para-dravyeñu loñöravat. Loñöa means as there are so many pebbles lying on the street, you don't care for it, similarly, others' property, others' money you should treat just like these pebbles lying on the street or the garbage lying on the street. Don't touch it. So mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat, ätmavat sarva-bhüteñu. And treat all living entities as you want to be treated. If one has got these three qualifications, he is learned man. He does not say, one who has got this BAC, DAC degrees, and so on, so on, so on. No. The result of his education is to be seen by three manifestations: treating all women as mother; treating others' money, property, as garbage, as rubbish in the street; and treating all living entities as you want to be treated yourself. If one has attained these three development of knowledge, he is learned. There is no question of literary education. Mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat. So if we covet other's wife, if we eat meat, if we indulge in intoxication, if we indulge in gambling, we are polluting the whole society. So how we can expect purification unless we accept these principles? You cannot ignite fire, at the same time pour water on it. Similarly, if you want to purify the whole society, the first principle should be like this, as Cäëakya Paëòita says, 

mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat ätmavat sarva-bhüteñu yaù paçyati sa paëòitaù
Women should be treated as mother. They should be given protection. They should not be advertised for prostitution. All living (beings) should be given protection. This is the government's duty. A king's duty is government duty, that anyone who has taken birth on the land, he must be protected. It doesn't matter whether he's human being or animal or tree. So these are the process of purification. If you don't adopt the process, simply you think the counterside only, there is no wor... So this Kåñëa consciousness movement will purify the whole situation. Therefore we expect. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Eight kinds of criminals. In killing animals, there are eight kinds of criminals. That he has explained. One who is killing, one who is ordering, one who is purchasing, one who is eating, one who is cooking, in this way... Just like if a man is killed. If a man is killed and there are 

so many persons  implicated, 

it does not mean that only one who has killed, he becomes criminal. 

All others who are implicated in that killing business, they are criminals. 

This is pollution. So we do not act on mental speculation. It may be our credit or discredit. That is different thing. 

We simply follow the standard policy. That is Kåñëa consciousness. 

Now, everything is described in the Bhagavad-gétä, 

how to become a brähmaëa, 
how to become a kñatriya, 
how to become a vaiçya, 
how to become a çüdra, 

or how to remain less important than the çüdras. 
The societies must be divided in different divisions. 

They should work conjointly... (end)

Bhagavad-gétä 1.37-39 London, July 27, 1973

Just like we are taking milk from the cow. We are indebted. "No, we are killing them." They are committing simply sinful life and they want to be happy and peaceful. Just see. We are indebted. I am obliged to you for your service. So instead of feeling obligation, if I cut your throat, how gentleman I am, just see, imagine. 
So we are indebted.
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Prabhupäda: ...desert in India, is expanding. It is coming near to Mathurä and Våndävana. So everyone is concerned.

Bhagavän: The desert is expanding because it's...

Prabhupäda: Desert expands. As everything expands and diminishes, desert also... That is nature's course. Desert means less production. So na..., if nature wants, she can make the whole world desert. 

What your tractors and so many agricultural machines will help? 

It will turn into desert. There will be no rain. What you can do? And still you are very proud of your scientific advancement. You cannot struggle with nature. [ ]

Prabhupäda: And lots of land is lying in our Letchmore Heath. They won't work for producing food. That land is kept for keeping cows for killing them. And for their food, they are working underneath the ground, and whatever money they get, they import grains. 

Just see the mäyä's influence, that: "We are working, getting money, and importing grains." 

Why not work and grow grains? 

Now he's thinking that: 

"I'll get more money underground, than by cultivating on the surface." 

This is mäyä. 

He's working very hard. Still, he's thinking it is better happiness. "I haven't to work on the surface. I am working underground. Therefore I am happy." 

This is mäyä. 

He'll prefer that kind of work. But he won't agree to grow food on the surface of the country.

Bhagavän: That's because in America, for example, the government will pay so much money. They will pay you more than if you grow so many fields of...

Prabhupäda: No, it is my experience. I have seen practically all parts of the world. If we grow food, all countries, especially America, both North and South, whole America, whole Canada, whole Africa, whole Australia... They are not producing food. There is so much land. So if you combine together on Kåñëa consciousness, there is no scarcity of food anywhere, in any part of the world.
Bhagavän: Prabhupäda, when we talk like this, is this to perhaps mean sometime in the future the movement will become so big that...?

Prabhupäda: Yes, if we accept that Kåñëa is the proprietor of everything, then it becomes one state, as it was formerly, five thousand years ago.

Bhagavän: But to do that from the position the world is in today, it seems like it's so, it'd be almost, very difficult to come to that platform again, unless we...

Prabhupäda: It may be difficult, but the philosophy is there. Solution is there.

Bhagavän: That requires getting some kind of political position perhaps? At least, if not us, someone else adopting the principles of Kåñëa consciousness, appreciating them, or...

Prabhupäda: Now thing is that political consciousness... Just like Hitler planned, Napoleon planned. They also thought that: "If I can unite all these European states under my plan, under my 'ism,' they will be happy." That is the plan. He also thinks like that. But whether he is perfect? This Lenin, this Hitler, this Napoleon, whether they are perfect? So unless they are perfect, any such utopian planning will not help.
Bhagavän: But for our plan to be put into action on big scale, big people must accept, who, who are presently, who presently have power to control the state.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: So is this to say that we must...?

Prabhupäda: The big people are rogues. Just like yesterday we talked with the Cardinal. 

He is defending animal-killing. He's a rogue. 

Anyone who is killing animal, he's a rogue. But he is representing as big man, important man.

Bhagavän: So either they must accept our philosophy, or we must replace them.
Prabhupäda: Yes.
Bhagavän: That is...

Prabhupäda: First, first of all, you take care of yourself. 

Then you think of others. (break)

Room Conversation                 August 10, 1973, Paris                                                  Prabhupäda: You may be in any material condition. Still you can develop your spiritual consciousness. That is there. But sometimes we accept a certain position for our personal convenience. That is another thing. But spiritual consciousness is not dependent on any material condition. It is spontaneous. Either he's a householder or a sannyäsé or brahmacäré or business man, or... It doesn't matter. He can become fully Kåñëa conscious if he accepts the principles. [break] ...we have got our regulative principles, no illicit sex. So is it very difficult thing? A householder has got his wife. Why he should indulge in illicit sex? It is simply self-control. (aside:) You can keep it here. If somebody comes, you shall give him.

Guru-gauräìga: If our Kåñëa consciousness is dependent on some material condition which we are in, then our material condition is superior to God consciousness. "Oh, I am a businessman. I cannot become Kåñëa conscious." That means business is more than Kåñëa.

Anna Conan Doyle: Yes, but I think that we have to have businessmen who are business conscious. Otherwise our world would come to a stand still.

Guru-gauräìga: Exactly.

Anna Conan Doyle: And even you people you have to have people donate like we have the Catholic church...

Prabhupäda: The difficulty is...

Anna Conan Doyle: ...is to make from the people are working, we are dependent on the materialistic man also...

Prabhupäda: No, the difficulty is that we are not satisfied with our living condition. Suppose I am, I have got this body. To maintain this body, I require my food, and for getting the food, I must have some money. I must have some occupation. This is one thing. But people are now... Suppose one thousand francs will provide his family, himself. He's not satisfied with one thousand francs. He wants ten thousand. That is the fault. Therefore he does not find time for Kåñëa consciousness.

Anna Conan Doyle: That's right.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the disease.
Otherwise, if, if everyone is satisfied when the necessities is supplied and balance time he saves for Kåñëa consciousness, there is no difficulty. But he is, he is always, twenty-four hours busy, how to increase, how to increase. Yes.

Anna Conan Doyle: It becomes a vice.

Prabhupäda: (indistinct) Yes. Yes. Greediness. Atyähäraù prayäsaç ca prajalpo niyamägrahaù. Atyähära. Atyähära means eating more, or collecting more. So they want to eat more, collect more than necessity.

Anna Conan Doyle: That's true. They do not need all the things they have around. It is perfectly...

Prabhupäda: For livelihood, one has to work. That is material world. So you work.

And what is that work?

If one, one works for three months on the field, he can get his whole years' food.

That is economically fact.
How many mounds of grains we can produce per acre? Do you know that? We know, in our Indian calculation, we can produce at least ten mounds of grain per bighä (Ed: 1/3 acre). So if one has got ten bighäs of land, he can produce hundred mounds of grains. So how much you can eat daily. Just compute it. Utmost two pounds. Utmost. So if you eat two pounds grains per day. In a month, sixty pounds. And eighty-two pounds makes one mound. You are getting one hundred mounds. Then? Ten bighäs of land... [ ]

Prabhupäda: …So you get enough food by working three months.

But they'll not work in the field. They'll work in the factory. The...

Now the world situation is there that they have invented so many artificial work.
So people are embarrassed with this kind of work. He doesn't find any time…
So if we make our living condition very simple, there is enough time, enough time.
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"During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, the clouds showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk." (Ed: “THAT VERSE”)

Prabhupäda: Now here is economics, politics and everything. 

So by Kåñëa consciousness movement we want to see that everyone is getting nicely the necessities of life. That is economic. Is it not?

Reporter: It is economic in a very, in a very...

Prabhupäda: Brotherhood. Actually, we develop economics for getting the necessities of life. Is it not? That is economics.

Reporter: Yeah. But the point is that these necessities of life is a frontier, you know, (indistinct) which is always farther, and farther and farther, always more pushed, pushed away, pushed away by new things. So..

Prabhupäda: No, no. That is artificial. That is artificial. We are not concerned with artificial things. Just like you require to eat. Now artificially you can increase so many things for eating purposes. But you must eat. That is the economic question. It is not that you should starve. It is not our proposal that you become Kåñëa conscious by starving. No. You must have sufficient necessities of life.

Reporter: All right. So... The purpose for economic plan of all the planet, for the world would be everybody can eat, and I suppose just, just eating and some clothes and some roof to be, if you are in a cold country...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Eating, sleeping... Sleeping requires roof, apartment. So it includes your housing, your eating, your sex urge, and your defence. Everything should be nicely... So arrangement should be made that people are not harassed for these necessities of life.

Reporter: And all the rest is superfluous. Is too much.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Reporter: All the rest is superficial, is superficial.

Prabhupäda: What is superficial?

Devotee: Extra. Not needed.

Yogeçvara: Anything beyond these four basics is...

Prabhupäda: That is necessities of life.

Because you have got this body, so you must supply the necessities of the body. That we supply. Not only that.

We want to keep men in so peaceful condition
that he's not disturbed by mental anxieties,

bodily disease,
natural disturbances and

fighting or quarreling with other living entities.
So when he's perfectly in peaceful condition of life,

he can save time for advancement in spiritual consciousness.

Reporter: Sure, so...

Prabhupäda: But aim is that his life, everyone's life is meant for spiritual realization.

So to, in order to achieve this end of life

he must be kept in peaceful condition of life.

Yogeçvara: He asks: "In order to achieve these goals is it our intention to do like the Christians and make everyone convert to Kåñëa consciousness?"

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: In order to achieve our goals, do we intend doing like the Christians tried to do, making everyone convert to their side. Is that what we want to do, make everyone convert to Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Why not? If Kåñëa consciousness is good, why everyone should not take to it?

Yogeçvara: Ah. This is an important question. He says seeing the world as it is today, what is the most preferable social organization from the Kåñëa conscious point of view?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: How should society be organized in order to achieve these goals?
Prabhupäda: Yes.

You organize that there should be division of different classes of men. 

The first class men, the second class men, the third class men, fourth class men. The first-class men means the most intelligent class of men. Second-class men means those who are dealing in politics. Third-class men means those who are dealing in economics, industry, trade. And fourth-class men means they have no intelligence to take up all these things, but they work only. But all of them should cooperate. For the general benefit of the whole human society. We have got engagement for the first-class men, second-class men, third-class men, fourth-class men. Just like we have got in our body the brain, the arms, the belly, and the legs. 

But all of them are cooperating for keeping the body fit. 

Similarly, the first-class, second-class, third-class, fourth-class men should cooperate for achieving the end, Kåñëa consciousness.

Bhagavän: It's not that one class is feeling exploited by another class.

Prabhupäda: No. No. Helping. Just like when there is some pain in my leg. My brain is working how to cure it. 

It  is  helping. It is not exploiting.

Similarly, my brain wants to go somewhere to see something. My leg is helping to carry me there. Just like you wanted to see me. Your brain said that: "I must see this man." Your leg carried you.

This is cooperation. (ED: cooperatively produce food, eat, chant and be satisfied)

You have got some capacity.

You do it for the benefit of the society so that he may become Kåñëa conscious.

This, this plan is perfect socialism. Socialism, 

socialism means everyone is working for elevation of everyone to Kåñëa consciousness. 

Because that is the highest perfection of life.

Reporter: Yeah. But... It will be my last question. What about you in that? Would you be, you are a spiritual chief. Would you be...?

Prabhupäda: I am not spiritual chief. Kåñëa is spiritual chief.

Reporter: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

I am simply explaining what Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

I am acting on His behalf. I am acting on His behalf. Just like Kåñëa says that there is no more higher authority than Him. I am speaking to my students: "There is no more higher authority than Kåñëa." So, in other words, 

there is no difference between Kåñëa's statement and my statement.

Reporter: I understand. But you know that if you want for changing society you must have a force...

Yogeçvara: You need the strength to change society.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: You have to have sufficient strength to change society.

Prabhupäda: I may not have sufficient strength. I can... 

If I can convert
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 a dozen of people, that is my success.
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Professor: How many levels of initiation do you have?

Prabhupäda: Two.

Professor: Two. The first...

Prabhupäda: First initiation, experimental...
Professor: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Chanting Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. Then, as he practices, becomes more purified, then second initiation. Gäyatré. Gäyatré-mantra. 

But the first initiation, according to Jéva Gosvämé, that is sufficient. 

Chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, that is sufficient. 

But still, to purify them more, the second initiation, Gäyatré, is given. So we are creating brähmaëas in the western countries. Yes.

Professor: Yes. I know. Don't you think it's against the dharma-çästra?
Prabhupäda: No.

Professor: No. Tell me why?

Prabhupäda: Because in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. There is nothing, such thing as janma.
Professor: Oh. Very nice.

Prabhupäda: And another place, Bhägavatam, there is statement of Närada, advising Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira that yasya yal lakñaëaà proktaà puàso varëäbhivyaïjakam. There are symptoms, brähmaëa system, çamo damas tapaù çaucaà kñäntir ärjavam. It is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. Yasya yal lakñaëaà proktaà puàso varëäbhivyaïjakam, abhivyaïjakaà varëa. Yad anyaträpi dåçyeta tat tenaiva vinirdiçet. This is the injunction of Närada, "The symptoms, brahminical symptoms, if it is found in the person who is born in a çüdra family, he should be accepted as brähmaëa. And if the çüdra symptoms are visible in a person born in a brähmaëa family, he should be accepted as çüdra." And in the Jäbäla Upaniñad, the Satyakäma Jäbäla... So Satyakäma was born of a maidservant, but he wanted to become brähmaëa. So he went to Gautama Muni: "Sir, make your disciple." In those days, Vaidic brahminical culture, without becoming brähmaëa, he cannot be initiated. Initiation means to make one brähmaëa. So, according to our Gosvämé process, Sanätana Gosvämé, he has given us the book, Hari-bhakti-viläsa. In that book he has written, yathä käïcanatäà yäti käàsyaà rasa-vidhänataù tathä dékñä-vidhänena dvijatvaà jäyate nåëäm
Nåëäm: "Of all human beings, by initiation, he becomes a dvija." So we follow that principle. And besides that, Caitanya Mahäprabhu ordered that bhärata-bhümite... You understand little Bengali?

Professor: No, Bengali, no, I don't. But it doesn't matter.

Prabhupäda: Bhärata-bhümite manuñya-janma haila yära. It is almost Sanskrit. "Anyone who has taken birth as human being in the land of Bhäratavarña," janma särthaka kari, "making his life successful," kara para-upakära. Para-upakära. Para-upakära means everyone is in slumber and considering himself that he is body, like cats and dogs. Therefore, they should be raised to the spiritual consciousness that "You are not cats and dogs. You are Brahman." Just realize "ahaà brahmäsmi." This is para-upakära. So we are doing that. We are awakening everyone. Uttiñöhataù jägrataù präpta-varaà nibodhata: "You have got now human being form of life. Now get up and make your life successful by spiritual realization." This is our message. Sarve sukhino bhavantu. 

By spiritual realization everyone will become happy. Without spiritual realization, nobody can become happy. 

This is our mission.
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David Lawrence: Let me think of one, yes, one that I asked which I know Mukunda has already answered for me, but we need it in the teachers' pack, of course, is the fact of the dating of the Vedas. You know, people like some of the archaeologists such as A.L. Basham and Mortimer Wheeler maintain that the Harrapa dig, so to speak, in the Indus Valley and Mahenjo-Daro and all those towns, show the dating of the Vedas in fact to be a great deal later, you know, and therefore to take away, some people would say this, to deprive the Vedas of a certain amount of authority because they no longer, according to these men, would appear to be the most ancient religious scriptures in the world. And that, that sort of question, which...

Prabhupäda: Veda means not religion, Veda means knowledge. So if you can trace out the history of knowledge, then you can trace out what is the date of Veda. Can you trace out? When...? Which is the date when knowledge began. Can you trace out?

David Lawrence: I wouldn't think they could.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

David Lawrence: I wouldn't think they could.

Prabhupäda: So how you can trace out the history of Vedas? Vedas means knowledge. Vedas means knowledge. So first of all find out from which date knowledge began. Then you find out the date of the Vedas.

David Lawrence: Yes, it seemed to me, I tried to read certainly, A.L. Basham...

Prabhupäda: Those who know Sanskrit, they know what is the meaning of Veda. Veda means knowledge. Vetti veda-vid jïäne. Jïäna means knowledge. That means the history of Veda means from the date of creation of this material world. Now find out the date of creation of the material world. Approximately, nobody can give what is the date of. We can, we cannot... Date of Brahmä, he got the, first of all, the Vedic knowledge. Now, one day of Brahmä you cannot calculate. One day of Brahmä. And the... When Brahmä's night is there, there is devastation up to some extent. So again in the daytime of Brahmä, that creation takes place. There are two kinds of devastation. One devastation is at the night of Brahmä and one final devastation is the whole cosmic manifestation finished. So these teeny people, they are after the dates of Vedas, and that is ludicrous, that is...(laughs) Just like there are many microbes, they grow in the evening and die just in the day beginning. So whole night is their span of life. So our life is like that. What history you can write? Therefore, we receive Vedic knowledge from the authorities. And what is the value of these dates? [ ]

David Lawrence: Yes. One of the themes, really, that interested me was this yearning, certainly it was true amongst the Jews, to return to a rural background, you know, to a rural sort of setting. I wondered if you felt much of the Vedas was in fact a firm belief an affirmation if you like, that the most true form of life, the most pure form of life is one that's lived alongside nature, not against nature as we seem to be doing in our urban setting.

Prabhupäda: What, I don't...

Çyämasundara: In the Jewish tradition, 

they yearn for a life of living on farms, villages, small communities 

with cows and agriculture. Is this also expressed in the Vedas. 

Prabhupäda: Oh yes.
David Lawrence: You feel that strongly.

Prabhupäda: Oh yes. 
That is real life. 

Real life means you have to minimize  your bodily activities 

so that you can save time and devote for spiritual understanding. 

That is real life. 

And the present civilization based on bodily concept of life is animal life. It is not civilized life. Civilized life means athäto brahma-jijïäsä. When one is advanced so much so that he inquires about the spirit soul. But there is no such inquiry. Like the cats and dogs, they cannot inquire what is spirit soul. 

So Vedic life means 

to become free as much as possible from the bodily disturbances. 

Therefore, the first education is to become brahmacäré, celibacy. 

You see? Now, at the present moment, they are trying to make the abortion as law. But these rascals cannot check their sex life. You see? Their philosophy is that you shall go on with sex life unrestrictedly and when there is pregnancy, kill the child.

David Lawrence: Yes.

Prabhupäda: This is their rascal's philosophy. 

They have no idea that by training one can forget sex life. 

So if you forget sex life, where is the question of abortion? Where is the question of abortion? But they cannot do that. Therefore, it is said adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisram. By nonrestricted sense enjoyment they are gradually going to the animal, lower grade of life. They cannot explain why there are so many varieties of life. They cannot explain.
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Prabhupäda: So if one wants to know what is law, he must become a student. It is not that simply asking "What is law, sir?" You can make him understand within a minute or within hour? Is it possible?

Guest (1): No.

Prabhupäda: First of all, you must become graduate, then you should take entrance in the law college, then you must learn.

So what is God, that is the inquiry, but it requires training.

And that is Vedic dharma, varëäçrama-dharma. Varëäçrama-dharma. Varëäçramäcaravatä puruñeëa paraù pumän. Anyone who has taken to this system of varëäçrama-dharma, 
four varëas: brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra; and 
four äçrama: brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsa.
Unless one takes to this institutional education, he's no more than an animal.
So to know God means he must become a brähmaëa, real, qualified brähmaëa.
Therefore brähmaëa is respected. Because, brahma-jänätéti brähmaëa. But there is no law. 

Lawless country.

Therefore one is passing as a brähmaëa without any knowledge of Brahman.
That is the defect.
Formerly the government will see... I was explaining this, this morning. That it is the kñatriya's duty to see that one is passing as a brähmaëa, whether he's qualified.

Why he should pass? Suppose he says, "I'm medical man." He must be qualified. And if he says, "I am medical man," then he's cheating.
So you cannot call yourself a brähmaëa unless you are qualified. 

But that is going on.

And this cheating is being accepted.
Therefore this varëäçrama-dharma. 
Hindu dharma or Vedic dharma means varëäçrama-dharma.

One must first of all accept the principles of varëas and äçramas.
Then there is question of understanding God.

God is not so cheap thing, "What is God?" and you understand immediately.

You must become first of all brähmaëa. (Ed: before becoming a vaisnava)
Guest (1): So in order to understand what is God one has to leave his family and come to some...

Prabhupäda: Why do you surmise like that? You do not know what is God. Why do you surmise your proposal?

Guest (1): No, I mean, ah...

Prabhupäda: Now why you are asking this question? You know, I've explained, that one has to become brähmaëa. There are still there are many brähmaëas, those who are with children. Even Caitanya Mahäprabhu, although He had no children, He was family man. Nityänanda Prabhu was family man, and Advaita Prabhu was family man. They're all brähmaëas, family men, but they knew what is God. The real thing is to know God. Not to, because everything is allowed. These eight, four varëas and four äçramas. There is no such thing that one has to become, to come to this form of life or that form of life. So varëäçramäcaravatä.
You must execute the varëäçrama-dharma.
Then you'll understand.

It doesn't matter whether you are a brähmaëa or kñatriya or vaiçya or çüdra,
that is a cooperation.

Just like in your body there must be the head, there must be the arms, there must be the belly

(Ed: food produced with cow/bull protection, which all the varnas subsist on through cooperation of the four livelihoods: charity of, tax of, trade with and labour for),

and there must be the legs.

By comparative study head is more important than the leg. But leg is also required. You cannot do without leg.

Similarly, brähmaëa is the head, kñatriya is the arms, vaiçya is the belly (Ed: food produced with cow /bull protection), and çüdra is the leg.

So as much I require my head so much I require the leg also.

But the leg must do the leg's duty and the head must do the head's duty.

Then it is perfect.

And if the head is cracked, then everything is gone, madman.

So   at the present moment,  there is no brähmaëa, qualified.

Therefore the Society is in chaos.
In chaotic condition, all are searching after something substantial. That is the position of the Western countries. They have heard so many things about India's culture. Still, they respect India's culture, spiritual culture. They are hankering after. But unfortunately the so-called yogis, swamis, come and cheat them. That is the difficulty. This is the first time that systematically we are presenting what is actual Vedic dharma or Bhägavata-dharma.
This question was raised by Rämänanda Räya before Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Varëäçrama, he quoted this verse from Viñëu Puräëa. Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, eho bähya, äge kaha ära.
"Yes, it is all right, varëäçrama-dharma, but it is now external.
If you know something better, you speak."

So in this way the whole system was discussed. At last Caitanya Mahäprabhu approved this system of çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù. Chanting and hearing about Viñëu. Varëäçrama-dharma is also Viñëu. Viñëur ärädhyate. The real purpose is understanding Viñëu the Supreme. So varëäçrama-dharma is also meant for understanding Viñëu. Viñëur ärädhyate. So... But these formulas of brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, it is the, the age is so rotten that it is very difficult to revive this varëäçrama-dharma culture. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, eho bähya, äge kaha ära.
Yes, it is all right, but it is external now.

It cannot be utilized at the present moment.

So when Rämänanda Räya stated, citing one verse from Çrémad-Bhägavatam: sthäne sthitäù çruti-gatäà tanu-väì-manobhir ye präyaço 'jita jito 'py asi tais tri-lokyäm. If one simply hears about Viñëu, never mind in whatever condition he is, then he can understand what is God. Sthäne sthitäù çruti-gatäm. Çruti-gatäm means hearing. Receiving from the ear. Çruti-gatäà tanu-väì-manobhiù. And in that way if he engages his body, his words, tanu-väk, mind, then, although Lord Viñëu is Ajita, nobody can conquer Him, he can conquer. He can understand what is Viñëu, what is His function, what is my relationship with Him. All these things can be understood. Therefore we are propagating the same principle. We do not ask anyone: "First of all, you become brähmaëa. Then come here." No. Let him come and hear about Viñëu. We speak, discuss about Bhagavad-gétä. They hear. They hear Çrémad-Bhägavatam. You have seen our books? So these books are discussed and gradually... If it is a fact, çruti-gatäà tanu-väì-manobhiù, if one gives only aural reception to this transcendental message, then, although God is Ajita, nobody can conquer, He becomes conquered. So that is becoming, happening, that although they are American, European, Canadian, African, Australian, not all of them are Indian... Indians are also there. But because they are giving aural reception to this transcendental message, they are becoming enlightened. 

So anyone who will give aural reception to this message, 

first of all Bhagavad-gétä, entrance, 

then Bhägavatam, then Caitanya-caritämåta, like books, 

then gradually, he'll be self-realized, fully cognizant what is God. 

What is God, this is... Athäto brahma-jijïäsä means what is God. So this institution is meant for giving chance to everyone to hear. It doesn't require education. Simply God has given him this ear. Let him receive the message from the ear. Çruti-gatäà tanu-väì-manobhiù. This is the process. Very simple process. Simply to hear, sincerely, then everything will be done gradually. Caitanya Mahäprabhu has said, ceto-darpaëa-märjanam. By hearing, the mirror of consciousness, consciousness is just like a mirror. It is now covered with dust. Märjanam. Mirror, if you cleanse with a duster, then you can see clearly what is your face. So by this chanting process and hearing, gradually the dirty things in the heart will be cleansed. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. Simply hearing about Kåñëa is puëya, pious activities. Puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. Either you hear or you chant. Puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. Hådy antaù stho hy abhadräëi. There are so many dirty things, nonsense things, within the heart. Hådy antaù stho hy abhadräëi, vidhunoti, is washed. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. Who is...? Find out this verse. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. In the First Canto, first part, Third Chapter. Where is Paëòita Mahäräja? Call him. Çåëvatäm, you can find out in the index

çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù hådy antaù stho hy abhadräëi vidhunoti suhåt satäm
This process should be adopted. Hear about Kåñëa. 

Without any prejudice. Then everything will be...

Room Conversation with Indian Ambassador     September 5, 1973, Stockholm

"During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, the clouds showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag, and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk." (Ed: THE verse)
Prabhupäda: Now, happy attitude. Now the cow are going to be killed. They know it, that "We are going to be killed." They're also intelligent living entity. 

So how they can be happy? 

If some human being concentrated in a camp, 

and they know that "We are going to be killed," can they be happy?

So if one is not happy, if the cow is not happy, can she supply sufficient milk? 

No. No. 

Therefore just they were happy. 

Therefore milk was supplied so much that the grazing ground became wet with milk. Muddy. With milk, not with water. 

So we, we have no intelligence how to live. 

We... Our Bhagavad-gétä says, kåñi-go-rakñya vaiçya. 
Means kåñi-go-rakñya, to protect cows. Nowadays not to protect cows—to kill cows. 

Just see, business. Vaiçya means “businessman”. 
So vaiçya's business is: kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. 

But no go-rakñya. Cutting the throat of go. This kind of sinful activities are going on, and they want to be happy. Instead of giving protection to the cows... In the Bible, also it is said that the animals are given under the protection of the human being.

Paramahaàsa: Man, yeah, yes.

Prabhupäda: Man. The protection means to kill them. Just see. They have interpreted like that, that "The animals have been given to us to kill them and eat." This is their interpretation.

Room Conversation                 September 19, 1973, Bombay

Prabhupäda: No, you invite others or not, whether your program was going on?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, till then it wasn't, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Then it was simply a joint mess, that you go and collect and come and eat and sleep.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That is very dangerous. Then you will all fall down. 
If you make a joint mess, if you go and collect something and then eat and sleep, then everything will be... Therefore I do not want to keep separate. The temple worship means there will be regulative principles,

that you will have to rise early in the morning,

you have to attend class, kértana...

These things, as soon as you give up all these things, zero.
Then it will be like karmés, as they are, hard labor, collecting money, and enjoying senses. That's all. So that is the pitfall everywhere.

In the church, temple, as soon as they get some nice income, then in the name of "priest," "sädhu," "sannyäsé," they do the same thing.

Therefore Gosvämés, they left everything. That is the danger of viñaya, viñaya touch. Viñaya chäòiyä se rase majiyä. As soon as we give up this çravaëam, kértanam, then it becomes viñaya. Viñaya means materialism. There is no spiritualism. Kñurasya dhärä, kñurasya dhärä. Kñura means sharpened razor. If you are careful, you cleanse very nicely. If you are not careful, immediately blood. Immediately. So the spiritual life is like that.

As soon as you become little inattentive, immediately mäyä captures, "Yes, come on."

Then everything failure. We have got the tendency to enjoy sense. So senses are strong. As soon as there is opportunity, the senses will take advantage immediately.

Then your whole business finished, Choöa Haridäsa, and rejected by Mahäprabhu,

"Get out."
Even associate of Caitanya Mahäprabhu failed, personal associate. So there is chance of falling down even from the personal association of God. Jaya-Vijaya, they had to become demons. So these are the...

If we do not follow strictly our regulative principles, routine work, then
the whole scheme will be failure.
Then, instead of Christianity, it will be "churchianity." You know this word, "churchianity?" You know? Yes.

Everywhere this churchianity is going on. And the real aim is how to enjoy sense, under different cover. That is going on all over the world. Therefore it has come to that Rajneesh. Ramakrishna Mission, Rajneesh mission. Vivekananda has given preached, Yata mata tata patha, Rajneesh also, a mata. They have got also followers. Everyone can manufacture his own way of religion. So sense enjoyment, there is free field. This material world means sense enjoyment. But spiritual life means no sense enjoyment, tapasya. Tapo divyam. Sense enjoyment is there even in the hogs. Then where is the difference between man and hog? The man means the more he has denied sense enjoyment, he is advanced. Otherwise the spirit of sense enjoyment there is in the hogs. That is the difference. Näyaà deho deha-bhäjäà nåloke kañöän kämän arhate viò-bhujäà ye [SB 5.5.1]. These ordinary men, they are working so hard, but what is their aim? The aim is sense enjoyment. So keeping the point, sense enjoyment, in view, there is no difference between hogs and human beings. Because they are also working day and night, hogs. A particular animal has been mentioned in the çästra. Näyaà deho deha-bhäjäà nåloke. This ayaà deho nåloke, in the human society, is not meant for working so hard simply for sense enjoyment because this spirit is visible even in the hogs. Then what it is meant...? Tapaù. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa [SB 6.1.13]. That is the point. Çamena, damena. Satya-çaucäbhyäm. Everything is there. And there are different types of sense enjoyment: rüpa, rasa, gandha, çabda, sparça, six kinds. And each sense, there is an object of sense enjoyment. There is eyes, oh, beautiful woman, sense enjoyment. Maithunam, sex life, there are eight kinds of sex. If one thinks within the mind about sex enjoyment, that is also sex. So anyway, that is the danger, keeping a separate department for money collecting. Then it will turn: "Collect money, eat nicely and sleep nicely."

And to live in the temple, at least,
one is forced to rise early in the morning, take bath, to have darçana.
They'll get regulated life. Therefore this temple worship is needed because we are so impure. So at least, in temple, by following the regulative principles, we can keep ourself pure.

Otherwise simply chanting is sufficient.

There is no need of constructing big, big temples.

But we are so impure... That is Jéva Gosvämé's, recommended that as soon as we give up this temple worship method, regulative principles, then we become,

in the dress of so-called, we become victim of mäyä.
Veçopajévaka. They are working and doing some business, and then 

our dress will be a means of business.
This will be also another material business.
Actually they are doing so. So that is the danger of keeping a separate department. What is the use? We have got jeeps?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Still... The danger is very much there, I see that. But there is a use.

Prabhupäda: Well, if the danger is there, why should we accept such use?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Can we overcome that danger? We can try to overcome that danger.

Prabhupäda: You cannot ever overcome, because you are all weak. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä [Bg. 7.14].

Unless you are very strong, mäyä is very, very stronger than you.

How you can avoid it? Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä, mäm eva ye prapadyante. Only one is very, very strong in capturing the lotus feet of Kåñëa, he can avoid. Otherwise it is not possible. All these Villa Parle, Juhu gentlemen, they are daily coming to their city business. And is it very difficult for us?

Tamäla Kåñëa: They have an office, though, in the city where they come to.

Prabhupäda: Office means their business is office. But your business is begging. Your business is not office. Your business is not... They have to direct so many things from there. That we can do. Besides that... Anyway, even they have got office, they come from in Bombay, Calcutta, even from hundred miles away.

So if there is no such program, Deity worship, regulative principles, then it will be a joint mess. Hotel.

Transcendental hotel. And  transcendental fraud. 

This will go on.
The business will be transcendental fraud, and life will be transcendental hotel. [Break]

...twenty, twenty-five. So these women devotees, they are (Ed: sic) given cäpäöis by the bäbäjés. Kñurasya dhärä. Actually it is like that. A sharpened razor, A little inattention, immediately blood. Kñurasya dhärä niçitä duratyayä durgaà pathas tat kavayo vadanti (?). That is the risk. Nowadays modern civilization, as we are accepting, there is jeep, there is telephone, everything is there. One can conduct his activities from anywhere.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But it didn't work last time. They stopped their preaching. The last time everyone moved to Juhu, they completely lost contact with all the life members in the city because they found it very difficult to continuously go back and forth.

Prabhupäda: So keep it just like a temple. Not that...

Acyutänanda: Nepeansea Road downtown, it should be kept like a temple?

Prabhupäda: Yes. The temple routine work must go there.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But no Deity.

Prabhupäda: Deity, there is picture. That's all right. Do you think that picture is not Deity?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: There are eight kinds of Deity. Picture is also Deity. Even the thinking of Kåñëa within the mind, that is also Deity. But we are not so expert that within the mind we can worship the Deity... [ ] So that picture, that must be kept in a nice altar, regularly ärati and everything should go on. (pause)

Room Conversation with Banker September 21, 1973, Bombay

Prabhupäda: So anyway, the human life is only meant for... This is our mission, to teach that "You are simply wasting your time. Take to Kåñëa consciousness." That is his only business. And next business is, those who cannot directly take to, then those, they should be helping this movement. Therefore we go door-to-door, to connect them, to be linked up with this movement, life member, this member, that member... They are misunderstanding, "They have no other good business. Transcendental fraud, giving us some book and taking money and eating and sleeping. They have got..." They are thinking like that.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So we should preach strongly and they should know that we also preach.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they should know that it is for their benefit we are making them life members, not for our benefit. And that should be the motive.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They should give with that motive.

Prabhupäda: Yes, we should deal with them so that they may develop their Kåñëa consciousness. If you simply make it a point,

somehow or other take some money from them and let them go to hell, that is not...

That is transcendental fraud. What do you think, Gargamuni?

Gargamuni: Yes. We have to preach. (S.P. laughs)

Prabhupäda: Yes. If by the dress of sannyäsé, you take some money and eat and sleep, then it is transcendental fraud. (SP laughs) (Hindi)

Just like others are toiling, and we are  getting money by some dress. That's all. They are getting money by laboring hard, and we are getting money...

In India, mostly the sannyäsés, they do that. The priests also, they do that. This is our profession, just... My Guru Mahäräja said that öhäkura dekhiye päya rasta karache, rastaye 'yandiya jévika badram karam bhari (?).

Instead of earning livelihood by showing the Deity in the temple, it is better to take the profession of a sweeper in the street and live honestly. He said like that. The sweeper is working hard toiling and getting some money and living.

This is honest living. But just like in Våndävana, all the Goswamis. They have got their Deity. People are coming, contributing. Typical example, Gauracända Goswami. Öhäkura dekhiye paisa rasta. (?) All the sevaites, they are meant for... Our Kunja Babu also planned like that. He thought, "By cheating all the God-brothers, I have got now Caitanya Maöha. And people will come to see Caitanya Mahäprabhu's birthplace, and I will get good income. And it will be distributed amongst my brothers and sons and myself. That's all." That is his scheme.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Perfect material plan.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is another way of earning money. And he was always after Guru Mahäräja only for this purpose. Guru Mahäräja took that "Oh, this man is helping me." But he had no such plan, to help Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté. He had the plan, "Keep Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté in front, earn money, and put it in my pocket." That was his very beginning. He was taking money like anything. But he was a good manager. Other God-brothers complained, sannyäsés. Guru Mahäräja used to say that "Why you are complaining? You cannot reform him, your God-brother? And if I would have to keep expert manager like him, I would have to pay something. Suppose he is taking something, why do you grudge?" (Prabhupäda laughing) He would say like that. So nobody could say anything. But after the demise, everything burst out. "Kunja Babu must be driven out." That was the whole plan of Gauòéya Maöha breakdown. The grudge was against Kunja Babu.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Who is Kunja Babu?

Prabhupäda: That Tértha Mahäräja. His name is Kunja Vihari Sar. So that was boiling in everyone's heart. So as soon as Guru Mahäräja passed away, so that burst out. And the whole plan was how to get out this Kunja Babu.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Not how to preach.

Prabhupäda: No. This was the cause of breakdown. This was suppressed by Guru Mahäräja under his influence, but the rebellious was there during his lifetime. And it burst into... Therefore he advised that "You make a governing body and Kunja Babu should be allowed to remain manager." This was directly spoken. He never asked anybody to become äcärya. He asked that "You form a governing body of twelve men and go on preaching, and Kunja Babu may be allowed to remain manager during his lifetime." He never said that Kunja Babu should be äcärya. None, none of them were advised by Guru Mahäräja to become äcärya. His idea was "Let them manage; then whoever will be actual qualified for becoming äcärya, they will elect. Why I should enforce upon them?" That was his plan. "Let them manage by strong governing body, as it is going on. Then äcärya will come by his qualifications." But they wanted that... Because at heart, they were, "After demise of Guru, I shall become äcärya." "I shall become äcärya." So all the äcäryas began fight. One side, that Väsudeva Äcärya and Sar Kunja Babu Äcärya. And Paramänanda, he thought that "Whoever will be powerful, I shall join them." (laughing) He only thought. But Guru Mahäräja never asked that these three men should be trustees. He wanted governing body. So the rebellion broke out immediately after his passing away. And then fight in the high-court. And Kunja Babu, he is very intelligent man. So from the very beginning he knew that "There will be fight after the demise of Guru Mahäräja. So fight will be in the high-court. So at the expense of Guru Mahäräja, let my brother and sons become attorneys and barrister so I will have not to pay all these things." It was a planned thing. And that is being done. He was a clerk, it was not in his power to make his brother and sons attorneys and barristers. They were all made at the cost of Gauòéya Maöha to fight with (indistinct) in favor of Tértha Mahäräja. These were the planned things. But I was a rotten gåhastha. I did not join any one of them. (Prabhupäda laughs) I was rotting in my household life. That's all. But I was planning how to make, how to make this. That was my desire from the very beginning, since I heard it. But I was never with them, either this party or that party. And Guru Mahäräja also recommended, apnader tasturi tublia thaki bhavan. Takhona (?). "When there will be need, he will do himself. There is no need of living with you. It is better to live apart from you." When I was recommended by Goswami Mahäräja to live in the Maöha, that "He is so nice." Sometimes he recommended. In Bombay, here in this Bombay. That house. Yes. He (Guru Mahäräja) said "Yes, he is very expert. He can do. So it is better to live apart from you. And he will do everything when there is need." He said. I could not understand. Although I was apart from them, a gåhastha. In this Bombay I was doing business. (people talking outside)

Room Conversation with Banker            September 21, 1973, Bombay

Prabhupäda: There are two things. One material, one spiritual. Spiritually, India is happy, those who are actually spiritualists. But materially, India is unhappy. Spiritually, even if you still go in the interior of village, poor man, living in a cottage, he is taking bath three times and doing his professional work, a cultivator, having little food, and chanting Hare Kåñëa. They are happy actually. They have got their family, husband, wife, some children. If one lives spiritual life, he is actually happy. Materially, nobody can be happy. In your country, although there is enough facility for material enjoyment, actually they are not happy. Otherwise why in your country the hippies are coming out? They are coming from respectable, rich parents, nation, but they have given up their home, their father's opulence, mother's opulence. That I have seen practically. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes, Carnegie's name I know.

Banker: He was one of the number one advocates of this philosophy, that if you are holy, then the money should be in your hands, because you can use it for better purposes.

Prabhupäda: That is a good philosophy.

Banker: Therefore, then he started building libraries all over the country and everything else, besides his steel company. But this has been a big fight. It still is a big fight. Today you have the people who support welfare and those who oppose it.

Prabhupäda: No. We don't oppose wealth.
Banker: Welfare. Payment to people who don't work.

Prabhupäda: No, everyone should work. 
Our Vedic philosophy is that everyone must work. 
But there must be division of work. 
Just like in your body there are different parts. The head department, the arms department, the belly department, and the legs department. These are different parts. So all these departments must work for the total benefit of the body. That is our philosophy. Nobody should sit idle. But he must work according to his capacity. 

Brain must work for giving direction. 

Hand must work for giving protection. 

Belly must work for supplying food, energy. 

And leg must work for carrying the body. 

So similarly the society must be divided: the brain of the society, the arms of the society, the belly of the society and the legs of the society. That will make perfection. 

The brain will give direction That is the brähmaëas. 

The arms will give protection. That is the kñatriya. 

And the belly will give energy, food, that is vaiçya. 

And the legs will carry the body. That is çüdra. 

This is... Whole society should be divided into four divisions, the brähmaëas, the kñatriyas, the vaiçyas and the çüdras. 

And they should work cooperatively for the total benefit of the body. 

(Ed: simply put: knowledge for charity; protection for tax; labour for foodstuffs from the vaisya’s agriculture with the bulls and protection of the cows.)

This is perfect life. 

Not that everyone should be brain. 

Then who will carry me? Just like in your bank, the manager is the brain. The secretaries and assistants are the hands, clerks. And ordinary worker, they are legs. Anywhere you go, you must find out these four divisions. Therefore the human society must be divided into four divisions. But there is no such plan. Now the plan is that everyone is being educated to learn technology, how to... In your country, especially. How to make economic development. So they have no brain. Therefore there are hippies. There is no brain actually. Now, the President Nixon, he is in the topmost post. He has no brain. Therefore he is being ridiculed. Neither he has honor. He is not resigning the post. He has been ridiculed by the people, but still, he is sticking to his post. So this is the defect. You have got in your country only the vaiçyas, the belly and the legs. (Ed: not actually, as these “businessmen” and their “employees” are living on and dealing with the “blood market” of industry and foodstuffs connected with cow and bull slaughter) I am just giving a crude example. Not only in your country, every country nowadays. 

There is no brain. Brain is finished. 

Therefore everywhere you will find chaos and confusion. 

There is no brain. 

So this Kåñëa consciousness movement means: 

we are creating some brain. We are not creating the technological expert, 

but we are creating brain 

to know the purpose of human life 

AND work on it under a systematic way. 

That is Kåñëa consciousness. 

It is not such bluff that "In darkness you meditate this, that," no. It is a science. It is a science, how the human society can be happy in all respects. And everything is directed there in the Bhagavad-gétä. Just like to keep up your body fit, you require brain in order, your arms in order, your stomach in order, your legs in order. Everything must be in order. But out of all of them, if there is no brain, then everything is useless. The hand is useless, the stomach is useless, the leg is useless. So at the present moment there is no brain in the society. Lack of brain. All these things, directions, are there in the Bhagavad-gétä. What is the brain, or brähmaëa? Find out this verse, çamo damas titikñä, in the Eighteenth Chapter. Jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam.

Çrutakérti:

çamo damas tapaù çaucaà

kñäntir ärjavam eva ca

jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà

brahma-karma svabhäva-jam

 [Bg. 18.42]

"Peacefulness, self-control, austerity, purity, tolerance, honesty, wisdom, knowledge and religiousness—these are the qualities by which the brähmaëas work."

Prabhupäda: So those who will act as brain, they must possess these qualities. But who is being taught these qualities? 

This modern civilization is teaching people how to steal, how to cheat, how

(Ed:to kill cows and bulls by buying milk and grains from the slaughterhouse shop) 

to satisfy your own sense gratification. 

You see? No tolerance, no complete knowledge. All fools and rascals, no knowledge. Knowledge means they must know what is the aim of life, what is God, what we are, what is this material world, why we have come here. So many things. This is called God consciousness. There is no such educational institution all over the world. Is there any institution where it is being especially taught what is God, what I am. Is there any institution?

Banker: Well, there are metaphysics departments in almost every university.

Prabhupäda: Metaphysics department is there. I was also a student of philosophy. That is theories only. Of course, they are trying, psychology, metaphysics, ethics. You were also a student of philosophy?

Banker: I took some courses. My major courses were in business. But I took some in philosophy, ethic, logic.

Prabhupäda: So apart from that metaphysical, from this worldly platform, there must be divisions. 

Just like in your bank, if everyone is manager, that is not possible. 

There must be clerks and other assistants. So that is required. 

The society must be divided into four classes. 

That is brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.

Banker: My question is how does one determine into which part he goes?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is by tendency. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. 
By the tendency. 

Therefore one has to approach the spiritual master. 

He will give direction that "This boy is meant for becoming a brähmaëa." 
Everyone has got some tendency. 

From the tendency it should be designated. 
Or by work.

Lady: But originally it wasn't like that. Suppose if you are born into brähmaëa, fortunately, then you become brähmaëa.

Prabhupäda: No, no, that is not. No, no, no. No, that is not çästra. That is a... Lately, this brahminical class, they made it. Just like he is a manager in the bank. His son does not mean that he is also manager. He must be qualified to become a manager. He has got the facility. Because he is son of a bank manager, so he can get some facilities, father's training. He can quickly become a manager. Others may take time. Similarly, a person born in brähmaëa family, if his father is actually brähmaëa, then automatically he is getting the brahminical training at home. This satya, çama, dama, titikñä, ärjavam [Bg. 18.42], this qualification. Because naturally the children follow the father. So if the father is a real brähmaëa, then he naturally becomes. But if by chance he develops the çüdra quality, then he must be accepted as çüdra, not as a brähmaëa. That is the çästra. Yad anyaträpi dåçyeta tat tenaiva vinirdiçet [SB 7.11.35]. If the qualities, brahminical qualities are found somewhere else in çüdra or a vaiçya, then he should be accepted as brähmaëa. Similarly if çüdra qualities are found in the son of a brähmaëa, he should be accepted as çüdra. It is the quality, not the birth. That is not a fact. They have made it now like that. 
Because without any qualification, if he can become a brähmaëa, 
why he should not take the advantage? 
That has fallen down the Vedic culture in India, when it came to the caste system. It is not the caste system by birth. In Bhagavad-gétä it is said, "By quality..." guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Read that, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13].

Brahmänanda: Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. Guëa means quality, karma means the work.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like he is manager. He has got the qualification of manager and he is working as manager. Then he is a manager. Even if he has got the quality, if he does not work, he is not a manager. Suppose he has got the qualities, but he does not work, he sits at home, nobody will call him bank manager. He must have the qualities and he must work. Then he is. So here is guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.

Brahmänanda: Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. Guëa means quality, karma means the work.

Prabhupäda: Yes... 

A brähmaëa or kñatriya or vaiçya or çüdra 

must have the requisite quality. 

And at the same time he must work as such. 
Then he is brähmaëa. 
This is the (indistinct). But now in India they have taken: 

no quality, no work, still, he is “brähmaëa”. He is pulling on öhelä, no brähmaëa quality, neither work is brähmaëa, but still, he is “paëòitjé”. I have seen it in Calcutta. One man was pulling on öhelä with great difficulty, and

another man is offering respect, "Paëòitjé, namaskära."
And he was... (Hindi) He was pulling öhelä. I have seen it. I have seen it in the street. You see.

He is still thinking that "I am brähmaëa." He is working like an ass. 

He has no qualification.

Neither he is qualified. (Ed: other man?) Still, he is thinking that he is brähmaëa. Is it not? Yes.

That is the cause of India's falldown.
You work... These things should be... I am accepting somebody as brähmaëa; then I must see that he has the quality of brähmaëa, 

that is there, satya, çama, dama, titikñä, and he is working as a brähmaëa. 

When this was not examined, checked, 

anyone born in a brähmaëa family became a brähmaëa, the whole thing topsy-turvied. (Ed: continued next page)

This has killed the Indian,

I mean Vedic culture when they began to claim superiority simply by birth

(Ed: or simply by “second birth” which is for training brahmana, ksatriya AND vaisya)

without  any qualification. 

That killed the whole civilization…

that foolishness has killed the whole Vedic civilization. (Ed: and our’s?)
Morning Walk                          December 7, 1973, Los Angeles

Svarüpa Dämodara: So people are saying that "See how sincerely he's working. Take his example."

Prabhupäda: Yes. So who is not sincerely

working? 

He's working for some money. That's all. 

So everyone is working for money. What is the difference? 
If he's not paid for that, he'll not work. 
Just like a dog is working for the master, for the bread. That's all. (Ed: i.e. sudra) 

So he's working not for himself, not for others, but for his money.

Or  some  ambition.

 Prestige. That's right.
Prajäpati: ...Çréla Prabhupäda, that's a best seller called, "I'm OK, You're OK," and the purport of this book is that if we simply pat each other on the back and tell each other how nice each other are, everything will be all right.

Prabhupäda: Yes, mutual praising society, mutual praising society.
Prajäpati: Çréla Prabhupäda, why has it taken so long for a pure devotee to come to the West? Has the West been so sinful that no pure devotee has come before Your Divine Grace?

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Don't be sorry. At that time you were so sinful that you could not receive a pure devotee.

Karandhara: Yes. Once in a lecture a lady asked you why hadn't you come sooner, and you just said, "Well, you weren't ready for me."

Prabhupäda: Yes, "Because you were not ready." (laughs) Yes, I told, yes. Now the Western boys, the descendants of the Western people, they are fortunate; therefore they receive Kåñëa. Kona bhägyavän jéva. It is Kåñëa's desire that "These people are suffering so much; let some devotees come here." So you are all devotees. You have come to join together.

Room Conversation with Banker            September 21, 1973, Bombay

(continued from previous page)Just like my student here. He belongs to the kñatriya family. But he is not in the fighting, military plan. So he is not kñatriya. But he is now more than kñatriya. He is worshiping God. Therefore he is brähmaëa. He is neither kñatriya nor çüdra. He is brähmaëa. His hereditary title is kñatriya, Kñanna. Kñat na, kñat na. He cannot tolerate injury to others. That is kñanna. Is it not?

Gopäla Kåñëa: I think so.

Prabhupäda: Kñat means injury, and triya means one who delivers. Just like Parékñit Mahäräja, immediately took his sword, 

"Oh, why you are injuring one cow in my kingdom?" 

Kñatriya's business is to give protection to the citizens from being injured by others. 

That is called kñatriya. 

Brähmaëa means whose knowledge is so perfect that he knows what is God. 

That is brähmaëa. 

And çüdra means one who laments. Çocati 'ti çüdra. (?) Çocati.

Çrutakérti: Na çocati na käìkñati.

Prabhupäda: Çocati means in everything he laments. "Hai hai, I have lost so much things, I have not these things, I have not that thing." So at the present moment, all the people, they are so dissatisfied that they are all çüdras. Çüdra is always in want. So who is not, at the present moment, not in want? Everybody's in want. Therefore everybody is a çüdra now. Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. And that is his qualification, always feeling in want, çocati. And his work is to serve others, master. 

A brähmaëa  will not work under anybody. 

A kñatriya will not work under anybody. 

Nowadays the industrial development has taken place because people are çüdras. They want some service. So-called technologists and laborers, and everything. Everyone is searching after good job. He cannot live independently, just like a dog. A dog cannot live independently. He must have a master. Then he is happy. Is it not? Otherwise it is street dog. So modern education is that they are creating çüdras, to become dependent on others. 

And therefore modern economic development is taking place because there are so many people, they are prepared to give them service. 

Suppose in your bank, if you withdraw from the service, the bank will stop. 

Industry will stop. 

So because there is no such division as brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. 

Everyone is çüdra. 

Therefore this economic development, so-called economic development, has become possible. 

But in spite of all this economic development, because people are çüdras, they cannot be happy. Because çocati, they will lament, strike. Even they are getting thousands of rupees, strike. Even they get five hundred thousands of rupees, still there will be strike. Because they are çüdras.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Even the doctors are going on strike now.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are çüdras. Therefore, because it is the society of çüdras everywhere, there is confusion. No brain. Simply çocati, "want, want, want, want, want." And in brahminical culture, you will find even he is very poor brähmaëa, no source of income, no fixation of foodstuff even, but he is happy. 

He is happy. He is happy by his knowledge. He'll satisfy himself. 

If he does not get his food, then he will think that "This day Kåñëa desired that I should not have my food. Oh, it is Kåñëa's pleasure. It is Kåñëa's mercy." Therefore in Vedic culture, other section, the kñatriyas and the vaiçyas, they would call the brähmaëas to take food. Brähmaëa-bhojana. Because they know, "The brähmaëas, they will starve; still they will not ask anybody to give him food." 

(Ed: Srila Prabhupada subsequently ordered us to cooperate and subsist on foodstuffs produced locally among ourselves to show the real example and not beg for“slaughterhouse shop” foodstuff) 

Therefore brähmaëa-bhojana. And now they have discovered daridra-näräyaëa-bhojana. There are so many things. 

Vedic culture is the perfect for human society, perfect culture. 
And this is not bogus humbug, go into the darkness and do something nonsense. 

It is everything open, in the çästra, in the book. 

You have to adopt it. 

Then you become happy. 

The whole society, the whole human society becomes happy, 
never mind where it is. 
It is science, how to live just like human being, not like cats and dogs. 

That is Vedic culture. Everyone is happy. (Ed: cows, bulls, trees, birds...)

Still, those who are following Vedic principles, they are happy than others. [ ]

Banker: In order to seek that, you have established a routine in your life so that you do not waste time thinking about the mundane.

Prabhupäda: There is education, proper... This is education, this Kåñëa consciousness.

Banker: Well, you could say the same for the lower group people who work one third of their life in business, spend one third in sleep, and spend one third in whatever else they want to do. That is also a routine.

Prabhupäda: What is that? I do not follow.

Banker: My point is that the average person lives a very similar type of routine even if... Those who do not take business as an end in itself spend one-third of their life doing that. They spend one third of their life sleeping and they spend one third doing what they want to do.

Prabhupäda: Why one third? They are sleeping more than half.

Banker: Seeking what you call happiness. Just as in your life you get up at three o'clock, you do a certain thing at that time, go around on a schedule, so you don't have to think about the mundane, and you seek the eternal happiness.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I have already explained. There must be a class of men like me. They are called brähmaëa. They should help others. One who cannot rise so early, they will help him by his knowledge. 

He, the man who cannot rise early in the morning and cannot take the brahminical principle, çüdra, kñatriya, vaiçya, he should be helped with the knowledge acquired by the brähmaëa. 

[Ed: this proviso for not rising early should not be taken advantage of. 

In this scenario, the banker is an Indian gentleman and not a practicing devotee. In the broader sense, in the beginning Srila Prabhupada may have been trying to gradually introduce a sense of varnasrama dharma to society in general by explaining the need for guidance from the brahmana (ostensibly himself) through preaching as a world leader. 

Since the real purpose is to become a devotee we find no reference anywhere for a blanket concession for sleeping in among devotees in his Movement. 

The real purpose of the farming communities is to become vaisnavas by practicing the other varnas besides that of brahmana through practical cooperation of subsistence via cow protection and bull protection based agriculture to offer Krishna what He wants, as the vaisnavas in Vrndavana did and develop our intense love for Krishna by accepting those remnants in the principle of bhunkte bhojayate. 

This can only be practiced alongside the devotional principles. In fact it will not be otherwise possible to be satisfied with this simple life of basic necessities as indicated in his Ultimatum to the BBT manager and in the comprehensive file References  (Rules and Regulations Mangala Arati etc. ie. here and here). 

In other words, this direction to his disciples at the time to organize varnasrama dharma was not a concession for those who could not strictly follow the devotional principles but rather the taking of another step for progressive advancement. 

The ideal example was to be exhibited of how by practicing Krishna consciousness and developing our attraction for Krishna one can automatically want to live a more simple sinless life and thus solve all problems. 

In this way we will be able to preach varnasrama dharma by showing a microcosmic example which can be automatically extended on the basis of the Krishna conscious principles by others who would adopt similar community examples and also gradually influence society in general.

It is therefore immediately imperative that leading disciples of His Divine Grace become convinced through studying these instructions of his to cooperate, participate or at least allow (endorse) the  need for initially one very ideal non compromising example of an existing farm to be “sacrificed” for the cause of varnasrama dharma before opportunity and hope is lost.  

This will become manifestly evident if the Prabhus kindly continue reading even if just for the purpose of trying to tear this argument apart. However we are confident that if one patiently and without predjudice does read all this one would have to admit that, as usual, Srila Prabhupada has perfectly proposed the real solution.]
Just like the same example. The leg. Leg is not brain. The brain will give direction to the leg, "You go this side." Then it is perfect. The leg has no brain, but the brain is there. If he takes the advice of the brain and goes... Just like... It is called the logic of blind and lame. There is a lame man and there is a blind man. The lame man cannot walk, and the blind man cannot see. They should join. The blind man took the lame man on his shoulder, and the lame man giving direction, and the blind man is going nicely. So by the cooperation of the blind and the lame, the work is done perfectly. Andha-kaïjatä-nyäya.
Similarly, it is not required that everyone has to become brähmaëa.

Neither it is possible.

So if the brähmaëa and the çüdra combine together, work,

then both their lives will be perfect.

Here you cannot expect everyone as brähmaëa, in this material world.

That is not possible. Because in the material world three qualities are working. So one may be brähmaëa, another may be kñatriya, another may be vaiçya, another may...

So they should cooperate.
Then everyone's life will be perfect.

That is the program.
That is cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù 

[Bg. 4.13]. So the Kåñëa consciousness movement means we are creating brähmaëas. 
So others, they should cooperate. Then their life will be also perfect. Just like these people are preaching that "You chant Hare Kåñëa mantra and refrain from sinful activities." So if people take advice from these men, simple thing... Chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra is not difficult. Anyone can chant Hare Kåñëa. And no illicit sex life. No...

Even one cannot follow these restrictions, if he chants, he will be benefited.

But if he chants and follows these restrictive rules, 

then he will be perfect 
in this life.
And that is not difficulty. Suppose if I do not eat meat. We are not eating meat. We are not dying. We are eating so many nice things, prepared from vegetables, grains, milk. So that is not very important thing, that one has to eat meat and commit sinful life. So anyone can avoid it. They are not smoking, they are not drinking, they are not dying. So without smoking or without drinking, nobody will die. There are many things. No illicit sex. Why illicit sex? You are human being. You should have taken a woman as married wife and live peacefully. Why illicit sex?

So still, if he cannot follow the four rules and regulations,

if he agrees to chant only, then all other good qualities will come.
And if these things are combined together

refraining from sinful activities and chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra—

he is sure to become perfect 
in this life 
(and) go back to home, back to Godhead.
That's all. Because without being purified, you cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

Yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpam [Bg. 7.28].

One who is freed from all sinful activities, he can be allowed to enter into the kingdom of God. The kingdom of God means the place for the pure, not for the impure. And impurity means sinful activities. So therefore Kåñëa says, "You surrender unto Me. I give you protection from impure," because... Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyaù. Because by impure life, they have committed so many sinful activities. 

But not that I surrender to Kåñëa and I continue my impure life. 

Kåñëa can forgive you, whatever impurities are there, "All right, squared up. Don't do it." Ara nare baba. (?) Jagäi and Mädhäi. Jagäi and Mädhäi said, "No sir, no more this life. Yes, I accept." Caitanya Mahäprabhu immediately accepted. Not that that confession system, go to the church-conference on Sunday and again come back, on Monday begin again sinful activities, and again go to church on Sunday and confess and nullify it. Not like that. 

When you deny that "I shall not do it," don't do it again. Then your life is perfect. Ara nare baba.(?) (end)

Bhagavad-gétä 3.16-17                   New York, May 25, 1966
Similarly, if you want to be happy in this world,

there is no alternative without, I mean to say, performing sacrifices.
That is recommended here. Evaà pravartitaà cakram. The circle is...

The circle is described in the previous verses, that annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14].

You subsist by eating grains. 
Of course, nowadays we have invented so many artificial foodstuff. But however artificially foodstuff, however flesh and other things we may take, without grains we cannot live. The grains must be there. The wheat and the rice and the paddy and the cereals, there must be there. So real foodstuff is anna. Anna means this grain.

So by eating grains we subsist.
Our life prolongs by eating grains.
(Ed: “Life in the Krita has its seat in the bones; in the Treta it has its seat in the flesh; in the Dvapara the blood is the seat of life; in the Kali, however, life is dependent upon food and the like.” Parasara Samhita Ch.1 v32.)

So annäd bhavanti bhütäni parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. 

And grains are produced by proper rainfall.

Rainfall is the main source of producing everything of our necessities of life.

Without rainfall we cannot produce anything of the necessities of life.

We have got many necessities of life, not only grains. We require cotton for clothing. We require silk for luxury. We require valuable stones and jewels. All these are produced under certain circumstances of rain. Rain is falling on the sea and the ocean also. So there is purpose. Under certain constellation of the star, if the rain falls on the sea, it produces pearls and jewels. We have got this information from Vedic literature. So everything is produced, whatever you require.

Now, pasturing ground for the cows—the grass is produced by rains, and the 

animals, they eat the grass, and they produce milk.

You require MILK
So everything, the main source of supply is the rainfall from the sky. That is not under your control. So Bhagavad-gétä says, parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. Without rain, you cannot have any production. Nothing can be produced without rain. And without production you cannot live.

But rain, regular rain, and regulative rain and

useful rain will fall when you perform sacrifices, yajïa. 
Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. And yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. 

And you can perform yajïa by working. 

Because yajïa requires materials (Ed: grains, ghee etc. for the fire or to offer to make prasadam), so if you have no money (Ed: not needed if you produce your own necessities), if you don't work (Ed: to produce your own necessities), you cannot have money 

(Ed: again, not needed if we follow Srila Prabhupadas instructions on establishing varnasrama dharma self-sufficient rural communities. Actually in the context of this conversation and many others, the “money” being referred to here means “materials directly produced by working the land according to the four DUTIES”, not purchased “from the slaughterhouse”).

So everything is a circle. It is nice circle. 

Karma  brahmodbhavam.

And  HOW to work, that is described in the Vedic injunction, that

You should work like THIS" (Ed: see below and links)
We have all discussed. 

Niyataà kuru karma tvaà karma jyäyo hy akarmaëaù. 

So everyone has some prescribed duties. 

There are different classes of men.

The intelligent class of men, (Ed: understanding and directing according to guru, sadhu and sastra)

the administrative class of men, (giving protection to life, livelihood AND property)

the productive class of men, (Ed: producing food with  protected cows and bulls)

the laborer class of men (Ed: helping not hijacking)

—everyone has to work. And by working, by the result of the work, one has to perform yajïa.

(ED: offer THAT to the Deity and everyone eat only that and chant Hare Krsna)
And by regular performance of yajïa, (Ed: born of the above prescribed duties) 

there will be regular rains. And by regular rains, there will be production sufficient to supply your necessities of life.

(Ed: so that we can  again perform yajïa).

So that is the circle. That is the circle.
So anyway, one has to work sincerely his prescribed   DUTIES. (Ed: as above)

And by the result  of such work, 

one has to  offer  sacrifices

HYPERLINK  \l "pleased"
  to please  the Supreme Lord. 

[Ed: ONE HAS TO  do the SACRIFICE of CHANTING, 

AND then  ALSO  perform the SACRIFICE of WORKING 

according to the PROPER DUTIES of VARNASRAMA DHARMA 

as PRESCRIBED in Bhagavad Gita and EXPLAINED by His Divine Grace, 

COOPERATE to grow foodgrains, produce milk etc. through cow and bull protection and with THAT resultant regular useful rain, 

offer the result of THAT SACRIFICE through Srila Prabhupada and the parampara 

to the Lord (the DEITY), 

SACRIFICE our senses, independence, anarthas, upadis, lifestyle or 

WHATEVER it TAKES to 

SURRENDER and subsist ONLY ON THAT, in order to get the strength (health) to

SAVE TIME for the SACRIFICE of CHANTING 

in order to get the useful rain to do the 

SACRIFICE of WORKING according to the 

FOUR COOPERATIVE VARNASRAMA DUTIES as PRESCRIBED and 

OFFER the RESULT of THAT SACRIFICE to Krsna;

THAT is the circle. 

And Lord Kåñëa says, evaà pravartitaà cakram. Now, this circle, this moving circle, is... Just like the potter moves the circle to make production—you have seen—similarly, we have to move the circle. Circle means it is meant for moving.
So ANYONE who does not move  the circle of activity
then his life is aghäyur indriyärämaù.

HIS LIFE IS FULL OF SIN.

His life is sinful, simply meant for sense gratification. Aghäyur indriyärämo moghaà pärtha sa jévati. 

His life is useless, without any purpose. 

And actually it has become like that.

Translation: "During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, the clouds showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: Kämam. Dharmärtha-käma-mokña [SB 4.8.41]. In the human society, to make everything very regulated, the prescription is dharma, artha, käma and mokña. Dharma means to be situated in one's position. That is called dharma. Dharma is not a kind of faith. Faith is sometimes blind. That is not dharma.

Just like we say, varëäçrama-dharma. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam [Bg. 4.13]. Varëa. Brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsé. 
This combination of eight makes dharma, constitutional position. 

Everyone is animal. 


So if one is not trained up in these eight principles of human society, 

so that is not dharma; it is sentiment. 

But that does not stand very long. 

It will vanquish. 

But if dharma is accepted on the principles of this varëäçrama-dharma, that is... For material purpose. That is not for spiritual purpose. Although there is hint of spiritual life, still, they are präkåta.

So dharma, artha, käma, mokña [SB 4.8.41, Cc. Ädi 1.90]. Dharma means to stay in one's constitutional position. That is dharma. Artha means keeping oneself in one's constitutional position to get livelihood, artha. Without artha, livelihood, käma, the sense gratification, or fulfilling the needs of life...That is käma. Just like devotees, they have also got käma. We are trying to become devotee. This is also one kind of käma, but this is spiritual käma. It is not material. Narottama däsa Öhäkura has described, käma kåñëa-karmärpaëe. Because there is käma, and when the käma is not fulfilled... Generally, materially, käma means lust, desire.

So if our käma, lust or desire, is not fulfilled, the next position is krodha. Käma krodha lobha moha mada mätsarya bhaya. These are different associates, one after another. 

If your desire is not fulfilled, then you become angry. 

Then after becoming angry, you become very greedy. 

Then you become bewildered, then become illusioned, then you become fearful.

Therefore there must be some regulative principle to fulfill our desire. 

And how the regulative principles come to be fulfilled? 

Here it is said, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù [SB 1.10.4]. Vavarña means showering, showering. And parjanyaù means rain. Parjanyaù, rain. So our all needs are showered from up. Therefore we pray. Eko yo bahünäà vidadhäti kämän. God. Rain is not under you control. Rain, it comes from sky, through the clouds. It is not under you control. When there is scarcity of rain, it is not your so-called science can produce rain. No. That is not possible. Drought. Drought, so many places, last two-three years. So kämän, our necessities of life, from material point of view, it is fulfilled by rainfall from the sky. If there is no rainfall, you cannot produce anything. Kämaà vavarña...

This is the description during the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira. Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira was the king of this earth, and he was so pious that on account of his piety, Kåñëa supplied everything sumptuously, sumptuously. Now, have you ever experienced...? Now, here it is stated, siñicuù sma vrajän gävaù [SB 1.10.4]. Now, we are hankering after milk, but in those days, during Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's time, milk was so sufficiently produced that before milking the cow, it supplied milk so sufficiently that the... What is called? Grazing ground? Pasturing ground, they become muddy. They become muddy with milk. Now, with the scarcity of grain, the earth also does not become muddy. It becomes dry earth. But in those days, with milk it was muddy. Just imagine how much milk was... And how it is possible? Siñicuù sma vrajän gävaù payasodhasvatér mudä [SB 1.10.4]. The milk bag was so fatty and full with milk. Why? mudä, they were so happy. They were so happy. So if you keep the cows happy, then cow will supply large quantity of milk. If the cow knows that you are going to kill it, she is always afraid, always fearful: "Oh, this man will kill." They can understand. I have seen in New Vrindaban. One cow, she was crying because her calf was taken away. So she was feeling so sorry. Now in our New Vrindaban, we see how the cows are happy, how they are dealing. They are not afraid.

This is our duty, to keep the cows happy.

Just like I want to see my wife and children happy, similarly,

it is the duty of the human society to see that the cows feeling very happy.

This is human civilization. 
Otherwise it is tiger civilization, meat-eaters. Meat is not eaten by human being. It is eaten by the dogs, by the tigers, by the animals.

So we have created a society for killing cows and eating the meat and maintaining slaughterhouse in the name of religion. This is going on.

So how we can be happy? There cannot be happiness. It is not a sentiment.

Therefore this is most sinful activity, meat-eating, 
cow killing.

Most sinful activity.

And YOU have to suffer for that.
Unfortunately, these rascals, they do not know that what is the result of this sinful activity. They think the life will go on, and there is no more life. "After finishing of this body, everything will be finished." Atheistic theory. Bhasmé-bhütasya dehasya kutaù punar ägamano bhavet. Kutaù. "Oh, who is coming?" But that they do not know, rascals. We get information from Kåñëa, tathä dehäntara-präptiù: [Bg. 2.13] "Oh, you have to accept another body after finishing this body." But they are not responsible. They are so irresponsible, they do not care for the next life, the result of pious and sinful activities.

So it appears that how much strictly the cow protection was there so that the gävaù, payasodhasvatér mudä. They were...

You'll see Kåñëa. He is always with cows, and how the cows look very happy with Kåñëa.

And Kåñëa is personally teaching how to protect cows.
He became a cowherd boy.

He was king's son, Mahäräja Nanda; but His business was to take the cows and the calves daily to the pasturing ground. And it was very sportive engagement with the cowherd boys. The cows were grazing, and the boys, they took their meals in a pot, tiffin carrier. Not tiffin carrier in those days. Some way or other. And they used to eat them, distribute amongst the friends. Sometimes a tiffin carrier was stolen by one boy, and he was searching, and then it was... So just like the boys do. This was the children's life, to take protection, to give protection to the cows, to the calves. The small children, up to six years, seven years old, they used to take care of the calves, and the elderly men, the used to take care of the... Or elderly boys, they used to take care of the grown-up cows. So the cows were fed very nicely. Vrajän. Therefore Våndävana is called Vrajabhümi, "where there are many cows." It is called Gokula. Gokula. Go means cows, and kula means group. Gokula. Govardhana. 

Govardhana Hill. 

Because the cows were grazing on the hill, (Ed: ??? on New Govardhana hill)

 and profuse grass was being grown, and they are enjoying. 

So there should be arrangement. Just like here we see, there are so many open fields and the cows are grazing. 

But they cannot be happy because they know that they are simply raised for being killed. 

They cannot be happy.
So our Krsna consciousness movement IS: 

not a sentimental movement.
It takes care of  all-round

It is not something like religious sentiment.

Everything should be take care of. 

Therefore we say cow protection, cow protection. 

Here it is said, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé [SB 1.10.4]. Mahé means land, bhümi. Agnir mahé gaganam ambu marud-diçaù... Mahé. This is mahé. In another, Brahma-saàhitä, it is said, mahé.

agnir mahé gaganam ambu marud-diçaç ca

kälas tathätma-manaséti jagat-trayäëi

yasmäd bhavanti vibhavanti viçanti yaà ca

govindam ädi-puruñaà tam ahaà bhajämi

This mahé word is used there is Vedas, Brahma-saàhitä. What is that mahé? Agnir mahé. You require fire. You require land. You require sky. Agnir mahé gaganam ambu. You require water. Agnir mahé gaganam ambu marut. You require air. You require space. These are requirements. Agnir mahé gaganam ambu marud-diçaç ca kälas tathätmä. Ätmä, ätmä means this body, ätmä means the mind, and ätmä means the soul. So in the Brahma-saàhitä you see, agnir mahé gaganam ambu marud-diçaç ca kälas tathätma-manaséti jagat-trayäëi yasmäd bhavanti. Yasmäd bhavanti. All these things, wherefrom they are coming? They do not know. Can the scientist say wherefrom so much water has come, so vast ocean, seas? But it has come from Kåñëa. Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä,

bhümir äpo 'nalo väyuù

khaà mano buddhir eva ca

ahaìkära itéyaà me

bhinnä prakåtir añöadhä

[Bg. 7.4]

Bhinnä me prakåtiù. It is Kåñëa's energy, Kåñëa's energy.

So the mahé, the land, the land is there. Just like in America or in Australia there are so much land. In Africa, so much land lying vacant. But they do not know that this land can produce all the needs of life. Sarva-käma-dughä mahé. Sarva-käma, whatever you want. Actually we are getting... Just like this Western civilization has created so may slaughterhouse for eating purposes. But wherefrom they are getting? From mahé, from the land. If there is no pasturing ground, grazing ground, wherefrom they will get the cows and the bulls? That is also... Because there is grass on the land and the cows and bulls eat them, therefore they grow. Then you cut their throat, civilized man, and eat, you rascal civilized man. But you are getting from the mahé, from the land. Without land, you cannot.

‘Similarly, instead of cutting the throat of the cows, you can grow your food. 

Why YOU are cutting the throat of the cows? (Ed: directly or indirectly? )

After all, you have to get from the mahé, from the land. So as they are, the animal which you are eating, they are getting their eatables from the land. Why don't you get your eatables from the land? Therefore it is said, sarva-käma-dughä mahé. You can get all the necessities of your life from land. So dughä means produce.

You can produce YOUR food.

Some land should be producing the foodstuff for the animals, 

and some land should be used for the production of

YOUR foodstuffs, grains, fruits, flowers, and take MILK. 

Why should you

You keep them mudä, happy, and you get so much milk that it will moist, it will make wet the ground.

That was being maintained during the time of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira. That is being described. Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira maintained this standard of civilization.

(Ed: i.e the movement is to teach the world how to solve the economic problem and therefore all others by living the ideal example through organizing the varnasrama cooperative livelihoods among OURSELVES, being happy and satisfied with Krsna in the way of life He personally preached and saving time for chanting and hearing (reading) about Him.)

Try  to under stand.

Mahé. Because mahé will produce everything. Just like here in this Letchmore Heath there are so many, so much land lying vacant.

You produce your OWN food. 
Why you are going to London, to the factories? There is no need. 

This is wrong civilization.

Here is land. 
You produce your food.
If you produce your food, there is no need of going hundred miles, fifty miles on your motorcycle or motor to earn your livelihood. Why? There is no need. Then you require petrol. And petrol there is scarcity. Then you require so many parts, so many 

That means you are making the whole thing complicated unnecessarily. Unnecessarily. There is no need.

SIMPLY YOU  KEEP TO THE LAND  and produce your food, 

and the cows are THERE. 

THEY will supply you milk. (Ed: not the slaughterhouse dairy)
Then where is your economic problems. If you have sufficient grains, sufficient vegetables, 

sufficient MILK (enough NOT to buy from outside) 

from the land WHERE YOU ARE LIVING, 
where your economic problem? Why you should go to other place? 

(Ed: what to speak of to the shop)

THAT is Vedic civilization.

EVERYONE SHOULD REMAIN  IN THE  SPOT and 

produce everything as he requires, 

and God will help you. Because you can produce from the land anywhere. The rainfall is there. If you have got land and the rainfall is regular, then you can produce anything. Kämaà vavarña parjanyaù [SB 1.10.4]. And how the rainfall will be possible? How regular rainfall? That is described in the Bhägavata. Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù [Bg. 3.14]. Is there a Bhagavad-gétä here? Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù.

We are trying to give as much possible happiness to our students.

Otherwise unless he is, one feels happy, how... 

It is little difficult. Unless one is very advanced in Kåñëa consciousness, one cannot adjust things. Therefore our policy is that... What is called? Yogo bhavati siddhi. Yuktähära-vihärasya. Yuktähära-vihärasya yogo bhavati siddhi. We are yogis, but we are not that kind of yogi, unnecessarily giving trouble to the body. No. Yuktähära. you eat. You require to eat. You eat. Don't starve. Don't unnecessarily fast. But don't eat voraciously. That is bad. That is not yukta. You eat, but don't eat voraciously: "Because there is something very palatable, let me eat voraciously," and then again fall sick. And if you cannot digest, then you will sleep. You will sleep only. Therefore don't eat more, but eat whatever is necessary. Yuktähära. Yuktähära-vihärasya yogo bhavati siddhi. Eat whatever necessity, whatever you can... "One man's food, another man's poison." One man eats, say, so much voraciously. Another man cannot digest. If he imitates, "Oh, he is eating so much? I will also eat so much." No. He can digest it, let him eat. But if you cannot digest, don't eat more. That is required. Then what is that verse?

Pradyumna:

annäd bhavanti bhütäni

parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù

yajïäd bhavati parjanyo

yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù

[Bg. 3.14]

Prabhupäda: That's it. Everything is cycle. 

If you execute your prescribed duties 
as a brähmaëa, as a kñatriya, as a vaiçya, or as a çüdra, as a brahmacäré, as a gåhastha, as a vänaprastha, or as a sannyäsé... 

Divisions are there. Division must be there. 

Just like government. For executing nicely the governmental business, there are so many departments. Not that one department, only king, queen. Then government... Why the government is spending so much money, maintaining so many building? Simply queen's palace, that Buckingham, that is sufficient? No. There must be departments. 

So these are departments, 

this brähmaëa, this kñatriya, the vaiçyas, the çüdras. 
Just like in your body there are departments. This department, brain, head. Therefore it is called head, head office, head office. Why do you refer to the head office? It has come from this head. Why Godhead? The Supreme Godhead, the Supreme. Therefore we say, "Godhead. That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä. Mattaù parataraà nänyat kiïcid asti dhanaïjaya: [Bg. 7.7] "There is no more superior person than Me." So the divisions required. The divisions required.

So for these divisions, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra... 

Without the divisions... 

So what is... Read the verse again.

Pradyumna: Annäd bhavanti

Prabhupäda: Annäd bhavanti, huh?

Pradyumna: ...bhütäni.

Prabhupäda: Ah, bhavanti bhütäni. Annäd. Anna means food grains. Either animal or man, they must eat sufficiently. Either you eat grass or you eat rice or wheat or oats, or..., something must be... So they are are called anna. In Sanskrit language it is called anna. Anna means foodgrains. So annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Every living entity lives. Nowadays there are scarcity of foodgrains. Even the human being cannot eat sufficiently. But formerly the kings, they used to maintain elephants. They were supplied very nice cäpäöis. Do you know that? Still there are kings, they have elephants. Therefore elephant can be maintained by very rich man. If suppose, if somebody comes, he says, "Take this elephant, I give you free," will you take? Will you accept? You know that elephant will devour you, your all your means or income and all family income, because you cannot maintain elephant. (laughs)

Therefore in India sometimes, when, a hundred years ago, some students would come in England, especially London, and make a European, English wife... In old days they are doing that. So people would say that "This man is maintaining one white elephant." Because a European wife means very much expenditure. So one Mr. P. R. Das, he was high-court judge. So he was taking bribe on account of maintaining white elephant. He married one European wife. The expenditure very high. In those days for Indian it was a fashion to get a European wife. So this man married one European wife, and his expenditures was very, very heavy. So high-court judge, he was getting only four thousand rupees, and his expenditure was ten thousand rupees, and therefore he was taking bribe. He admitted. So when he was detected by the chief justice, he was dismissed from the post. But this is the position. 
You should not expend more than your income.

So kämam, yes, what is that? Annäd, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Bhütäni means embodied, those who have taken, accepted, the living entities. They live by eating anna, either animal or human being.

You require anna. Produce foodgrains.

Foodgrains or grass or anything, as the animals eat and man eat, you must produce.
And that production is there on the ground, not your factory. 

Not in the Birmingham factories. There are many factories in Birmingham? You cannot produce foodgrains there. Therefore it is said, annäd bhavanti bhütäni.

Then, next?

Pradyumna: Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù.

Prabhupäda: And parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. Parjanya means if there is waterfall, rainfall, then you can produce anna. Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. One after another. You require foodgrains, and for producing foodgrains, you require sufficient rainfall. Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. Then?

Pradyumna: Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù.

Prabhupäda: Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. And the the rain supply be regular if you perform sacrifice. Therefore, what is that next?

Pradyumna: Yajïäd bhavati parjanyo yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù [Bg. 3.14].

Prabhupäda: Ah, yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. 
Yajïa, karma. (Ed: “sacrifice is born of prescribed duty” as follows:)
Karma means, according to the varëäçrama, brähmaëa should work according to his own position. They will chant Vedic mantra. That is also one karma, activity. 

They must understand what is Vedas; they must explain. 

That is brähmaëa's business. And kñatriya's business, karma... This is called kñätraà karma svabhäva-jam. Brahma-karma svabhäva-jam. Vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. Çüdra-karma svabhäva-jam. By nature, one has got a particular type of work. So yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù, what is that?

Pradyumna: Yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù.

Prabhupäda: Ah, karma-samudbhavaù. 

If everyone is doing his duty nicely 

as a brähmaëa, as a kñatriya, as a vaiçya or as a çüdra, 

then no..., there is no question of that you are do... 
Everyone has to do his work according to his capacity. 

Just like in ordinary life also, we do not see that everyone is able to do everything. 

No. There are certain class of men. If you want some help for repairing your electric wiring, you must call for an electrician, not a carpenter. But when you want to repair a door, you require a carpenter. That is Vedic division. Therefore there was caste system. Everyone... I have seen in India still. In you country also you'll find. The potters, during Diwali system, they make small dolls. So I have seen the potter's house. The children, five or ten years old, they are also making small dolls, small dolls. Because by tradition, by family, the father is making doll, the mother is making doll, and the children also learning. Similarly, the weaver, you will find. You supply the... Still there are this system. You supply. Gandhi wanted to introduce this system.

You produce your thread and give to the weaver, and weaver will give you cloth. Why you are looking after this Manchester cloth? By THIS movement... (end)

What is this successful life? I see... I have got so many students. They are well-qualified. But they have got... When they work, they have to work so hard, they go at six o'clock to the working and comes again at six o'clock, all day, tired. They lost all vitality, all sense. Is that successful life, simply for one morsel of food, working so hard? And unless one works so hard, he cannot eat.

We have created a civilization that one must earn thousands of dollars, then he can live like a gentleman.

Is that successful life? And for earning that thousands of dollars he has to work so hard, just like animal, beast. No. That is not successful life.

Successful life is that, that we should make our

bodily necessities of life as far as required,
not more than that.

I want to eat something. God has given sufficient food.

You grow.

You live anywhere.
You grow foodstuff.

You grow grains. You grow fruits. You grow vegetables.

Keep cows. TAKE MILK. (Ed: OBVIOUSLY not from the slaughterhouse shop)
You can  live anywhere.
You haven't got to go fifty miles off with a car to attend your office at six o'clock with velocity of hundred miles' speed. Is that successful life, do you think? So where is successful life? 

We are proposing  successful life.

Prabhupäda: That is natural. That is natural, if a big man, he reveals to his confidential secretaries, not to everyone.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.3 Stockholm, September 9, 1973

So here, it is suggested that in this human form of life, 
you have got two choices. 
Either you again go to hell or you go back to home, back to Godhead. 
Two choices, that in, by evolutionary process, you come to the human form of life after going through eight million forms of lower-grade life. Then you come to this human form of life, when your consciousness is developed. You are not exactly like animals. The animal propensities are there, but it is decent. Because you have got good, advanced consciousness. The animals eat; we also eat. But our eating process is more decent than the animals. We have got nice kitchen. We can prepare varieties of foodstuff by mixing so many eatables. Because we have got intelligence, we can do. The animals cannot do. So similarly, sleeping. There are animals. There are animals. They also sleep. We also sleep, but our apartment is very nice, we have got nice bed—in a improved way.

Similarly, if you become a advanced, civilized man simply to make a gorgeous scheme, bahvärambhe, of this eating, sleeping, mating, and defending, you remain animal. These, these things they cannot understand. 
This rascal civilization, they think this is advancement of civilization. 
They cannot think that with this advancement of civilization of industry, 
big, big cities, electric light, big, big road, motorcars and... 
But what is the basic principle? 
The basic principle is eating, sleeping, mating and defending. 
Just like the basic principle being stealing, you are thieves. Either you are expert thief for stealing diamonds or you are not expert, but you can steal one apple or one peach, both of you are thieves. So you are punishable. You are punished. The gorgeous thief, scientifically stealing from the bank millions of dollars, he cannot say that "I am advanced thief. I am very civilized way, take. I take, at a time, millions of dollars. Therefore, my stealing is advancement of civilization." These rascals, they cannot understand this. Therefore we call all of them rascals. They may say that "We are so much advanced. You are crazy." Yes, but just see. The law is either you are advanced thief, or you are a crude thief, you are thief, and as soon as you are thief, you are punishable. This is the process.
That is the defect of modern civilization. 
They are going to hell, and they're thinking they're advanced. 
This is the defect. Adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisraà punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. [ ]

Therefore, this Kåñëa consciousness movement is needed—to give these rascals the chance of associating with devotees. 
This is this business, mission. 
Otherwise, they are going to hell. In spite of their 
so-called civilization, 
motor tire civilization, they'll go to hell. 
But they cannot understand. They're thinking, "Oh, these people are crazy. Let us enjoy. After this life, everything is finished. So long this life is there, better enjoy. Let us enjoy." That is explained: yad indriya-prétaye. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. Oh, alas, these rascals, they have become mad, pramattaù. Pramattaù means mad. Mattaù means mad. And pra means prakåñöa-rüpeëa, still more, still more. A mad man, he's not so harmful. He is... Sometimes he becomes naked and goes to the street and talks nonsense. That much. But this man, although he's dressing like a gentleman, and talking of scientific and philosophy, but he is simply after this sex pleasure, pramattaù. He has no other... So therefore this word has been used—pramattaù. Prakåñöa-rüpeëa mattaù.

Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. 
Vikarma means forbidden, criminal activities. 
There are three kinds of activities: karma, vikarma, akarma. 
Karma means prescribed duties. That is karma. Just like sva-karmaëä. 
In the Bhagavad-gétä: sva-karmaëä tam abhyarcya [Bg. 18.46]. 
Everyone has got prescribed duties. 
Where is is THAT scientific understanding? 
There must be... 
As I was talking the other day, scientific division of the human society. 
The most intelligent class, they should be trained up as brähmaëa. 
Less, little less intelligent, they should be trained up as administrator. 
Less intelligent, they should be trained up as traders, agriculturalists and cow protector. 
The economic development requires cow protections, but these rascals do not know. 
The economic development's cow killing. Just see, rascal civilization. 
 Don’t be sorry. It is çästra. 
Don't think that I am criticizing the Western civilization. It is çästra says. 
Very experienced.

So there are so many economic development advocates, 
but they do not know that cow protection is one of the items of economic development. 
These rascals, they do not know. They think cow killing is better. Just the opposite. Therefore kurute vikarma. Simply for little satisfaction of the tongue, the same benefit you can derive from the milk, but because they are rascals, madmen, they think that eating or drinking the blood of the cow is better than drinking milk. Milk is nothing but transformation of the blood, everyone knows. Everyone knows. Just like a human being, mother, as soon as the child is born, immediately... Before the child is born, you don't find in the breast of the mother any drop of milk. See. In a young girl, there is no milk in the breast. 
But as soon as the child is born, immediately there is milk. 
Immediately, spontaneously. 
This is God's arrangement. 
Because the child requires food. 
Just see how God's arrangement is there. 
Still, we are trying for economic development. 
If a child is born and God's economic program is so nice, 
nature's economic program, 
that immediately the mother is ready with the milk... 
This is economic development. 
So the same milk is supplied by the cow. 
She's actually mother, and this rascal civilization is killing mother. 
Mother-killing civilization. 
Just see. 
You suck the breast of your mother from the beginning of your life, and when she's old if you think, "Mother is useless burden. Cut its throat," is that civilization?

So these rascals are doing that. Taking milk as much as possible from the cows, and then as soon as... 
Milk is not stopped, 
it will again come if the cow is protected, given right nutritious food and protection, 
cow will supply you milk so long she lives. (Ed: With the one calf?)

As long as she lives. 
But as soon as they see that the cow... "Now they were giving thirty kilos. Now it has decreased, twenty kilos or ten kilos. Oh, economic development. Cut its throat." Economic development. Just see how rascal civilization it is. Therefore, it is called nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. Vikarma. Vikarma means criminalities. You cannot kill anyone. Just like in the state laws, if you kill somebody, then you'll be hanged. This is the law: life for life. That is sanctioned in the çästras, Manu-saàhitä. When a person is a murderer, he should be killed. Why he should be killed? Because he'll be saved from so many dangerous conditions in his next life. That they do not know. They do not believe in the next life.

So without knowing, without sufficient knowledge, they are declaring themselves as civilized. That is mentioned here, nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. And why they are doing that? Yad indriya-prétaye, simply for the satisfaction of the tongue. That is also false. IF you have got  enough milk  production, you can take, break the milk, and you get cheese. And from cheese, if you... We are daily doing that. You can make nice preparation, chänä. That is very nutritious, full of protein. And you can make rasagullä, sandeça, so many other preparations from the casein of the cheese. But they do not know. Crude civilization, and take a lump of flesh and boil it and give little salt and black pepper and eat like animal. This is civilization. This is civilization. Just try to understand. 
You have to convince your countrymen that what is this civilization, nonsense civilization? 
Stop this kind  of civilization. 
Learn how to become civilized. 
Don't claim yourself as civilized man and eating like tigers and dogs and cats. Is that civilization? But they are doing. That is stated here. It is not new. Always, there is a certain class of men, demons, who are not civilized, but declaring themselves as civilized. Otherwise, how it has come into Bhägavata? There were also in that time. Now the number has increased on account of this age. But these two classes of men are always there.
Therefore, those who are actually civilized, they are called Aryans, ärya, Aryans, advanced. 
Advanced in knowledge how to live, 
what is the purpose of life, what is goal of life, 
how to live, how to become peaceful, 
how to become, everything. 
That is civilization. 
And nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4], and blindly go on committing criminal activities 
under a nice dress, and nice motorcar, that is not civilization. 
Adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisram. 
They are going to hell under the good dress and good road. They are going to hell. 
Because they could not control the senses. 
[Ed: by maintaining our materialistic way of life, and in the name of gosala or dairy, (without the responsibility of prescribed duties in varnasrama), use modern facilities such as electricity, machines, subsidies etc. to unsustainably breed lots of cows and bulls for our milk and curd consumption (to sell as well), then leave them for dead.]
So don't become victims of this civilization. Try to understand.
Morning Walk                    December 11, 1973, Los Angeles
Household life or in city life 

we should not be extravagant, unnecessarily eating, unnecessarily enjoying. 

No, that is not the... One man's food, another man's poison. 

We must know this philosophy. [break] 

...and even we..., my health is not always going on nicely. 

Still, why I am trying? That is my ambition. 

I want to begin one revolution. 

Their godless civilization..., against godless civilization. That is my ambition. The America will be the best person to be educated in this line and to lead, to become the leaders. They're already leader, but they must be real leader now, so that the whole world may be happy. That I can give direction. If the topmost American gentlemen come to me, I can give them direction how they can become the world leader. Actual leader. Actual leader, not bogus leader. Because God has favored them, so many things. And this movement has been started from America. I started this movement from New York. So it should be taken very seriously by the government. [break]

Hådayänanda: ...important?

Prabhupäda: Ah?

Hådayänanda: You're saying that America is the most important?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hådayänanda: You think...

Prabhupäda: Therefore I come to your country...

Hådayänanda: So perhaps...

Prabhupäda: ...because you're most important. Now you must... 

Under my guidance  you must be real important, not false important.

Hådayänanda: So perhaps I should stay here then and preach.

Prabhupäda: Ah?

Hådayänanda: If it is so important, I think perhaps I should stay here and help Rüpänuga.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Turn your whole nation, turn into God consciousness, because they've declared in the Constitution, "In God we trust." Now they must take it very seriously. What does it mean by "God"? What does it mean by "trust"? You take this propaganda. We are doing, actually. We trust in God; therefore we have sacrificed our whole life for God. This is trust in God. Not that smoking in the parlor, and you trust in God. Not that kind of trust. Real trust. Trust means first of all you know what is God. Suppose that if you say "Trust this man." But I must know what is this man. Then my trust will be convinced, that "He is very respectful man, he's rich man, he's able man..." Yes, I can trust. But simply trust in God, you do not know what is God, what is trust, and it is going on. Why this bluff? Ah? What you say?

Prajäpati: That that's right, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So you must take this clue, that we Americans, we say "In God we trust." Now, every American should know what is God, what is trust. This is propaganda, Kåñëa consciousness. The government must come forward to patronize this. This is my proposition. So you write articles, you are theologicians. The America must rise up to the occasion. They have pledged themselves, "In God we trust." Every human nation or every human being should be like that. In God they must trust. So America, especially taken up the slogan as part of Constitution. Now there should be regular educational program, that every child, every man, every woman will trust in God. And this is Kåñëa consciousness. So? Am I wrong in my arguments?

Devotee: No, correct.

Prabhupäda: So why don't you take it seriously, you American boys?

Prajäpati: Also in the Constitution, Çréla Prabhupäda, there is a thing called separation of church and state, that they would have...

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is all right. We want to educate, we don't want to take part in administration. 

But the administration should be under our guidance; 

they should take advice from us, how to do it. That is required. 

We are not going to be president. We are satisfied in our humble temple.

Karandhara: According to traditional American values, though, the government should not take instruction from the church.

Prabhupäda: That is their... But... Church means... Because they've seen church is useless.

Karandhara: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Now here is scientific church. They refuse to take advice from the church because at the present moment church is a bogus thing. So what is the use of taking advice from them?

Hådayänanda: That was actually... That was actually the reason they made that separation.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hådayänanda: They became disgusted with the...

Prabhupäda: Yes. It's simply, we can say, what is called? Stereotype, the church. Just like you said they want more pay. 

Payment... They have no knowledge, 

so what is the use of taking advice from such rascals? 

What is the use? But here it is not like that. We know the science of God. We know who is God. It is not a vague thing. Now you try to understand. Let there be educational institution. America has got so many universities. Let there be a department. There is already a religious department. So let the students learn the science of God. We have got so many books. Why they will not? They are actually appreciating. So this should be introduced in the university, in colleges, in schools. Why they should neglect such a, such an important scientific knowledge?

Devotee (1): When we try to introduce it sometimes, they very often say that it is sectarian.

Prabhupäda: Not sectarian. You do not know. Why do you say sectarian? How it is sectarian?

Devotee (1): They say that it represents...

Prabhupäda: We are preaching God consciousness. So is it not for everyone? God consciousness is sectarian? Is it meant for certain sect? Or it is meant for human beings?

Hådayänanda: The difficulty is that nowadays every common man has his own God..., theory of God consciousness.

Prabhupäda: No, no, every common man he says "I got my mathematics." Will he be accepted?

Hådayänanda: No.

Prabhupäda: So why these things should be allowed? That is our proposition. Every man will say, "No, I've got my own mathematics." Will he be allowed? So we have to fight, otherwise what is the meaning of preaching?

Hådayänanda: Fight.

Prabhupäda: If you think that everything will be accepted very easily, then what is the necessity of preaching?

Hådayänanda: Jaya!

Prabhupäda: And propaganda.

Hådayänanda: You have to fight.

Prabhupäda: You must know that they are all rascals. That I said, rascals, unbelievers. You have to convert them to be sane man. That is preaching.

Hådayänanda: Jaya.

Prabhupäda: That is preaching. What do you expect that every man will immediately go and he'll agree with you? Why do you expect like that? That is foolishness.

Hådayänanda: Jaya!

Prabhupäda: You must know that everybody will disagree with you, and it is your preaching work that you will make him agree with you. That is your preaching work.

Hådayänanda: Jaya, Prabhupäda! As your example.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We do not expect that everyone will agree. Everybody will disagree. Just like our book. Say, four, five years ago, nobody knew these books. So there was no market. But we have created our market. That is preaching. We have created our market. Nobody was dying for want of these books. So that is preaching. Preaching does not mean everyone is ready to accept your theories. You must expect that everyone will not accept it. Now it is your power to convince him, "Yes, you must accept." That is preaching.

Hådayänanda: Jaya, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: 

They must know what is God, 

how to trust Him, 

why we shall trust God, 

what is the benefit. 

These things should be known, properly educated.

Hådayänanda: Jaya, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: And we have got the science. We are not speaking blindly or, what is called, sentimentally. (japa) [break]

Morning Walk                        December 31, 1973, Los Angeles    
Prabhupäda: Yes. Indian economy was that if you have got extra money, you get gold ornament for your wife. So then your money is stocked there. Or purchase some utensils, silver utensils. That was Indian economy. This depositing in the bank and thinking that I am getting good interest, that is another cheating. It is another cheating. If things are not available, what will you get by getting interest? 

Therefore I am  advising that  purchase land and produce our own food. 

There will be  no problem.

Karandhara: The inflation rate is higher than the interest rate. If you earn 5 3.4 % interest in a year, the inflation has gone up 6% in a year. So actually your money, at best it's kept the same.

Prabhupäda: The money is to be kept in cattle  and grains. 

That is Indian economy, cattle and grains. 

If you have got many cows, you get milk. Milk preparation. 

And if you have got grain, then where is your problem? 

You prepare your foodstuff at home and eat and chant Hare Kåñëa. 

Where is your problem? You want to eat and live peacefully. So if you have got grains and milk, you have got enough food and there is no problem. You haven't got to go fifty miles for your work, and then you require a tin car. So many problems. 

But if you  get your food  at home, 

then eat them and chant Hare Kåñëa 

and go back to home, back to Godhead. 

Simple thing. [ ]
Viñëujana: Dhanaïjaya. Like you said this morning, Dhanaïjaya.

Prabhupäda: Yes, Dhanaïjaya.

Viñëujana: Kåñëa will tell us where to...

Prabhupäda: Yes, where to get money. 

We have solution for all problems. 

Don't bother. 

Go on with Kåñëa consciousness movement. 

Do you think our solutions, all impractical?

Prajäpati: No, Çréla Prabhupäda. They are not impractical.
Prabhupäda: Then, what do you think?

Karandhara: They are the only practical solution. 

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Karandhara: The karmés are always saying there is no solution.

Prabhupäda: We say we have got solution.

Bahuläçva: They don't want the solution, Prabhupäda.
Prabhupäda: That is another thing. They want to be cheated. That's all.

[break] ...can be taken just like there is business, but the workers, the assistants, they have no idea who is the proprietor. 

So everyone is doing something, taking pocket, something this, take pocket, his pocket, 

so how the business will go on nicely? That is being done. Everyone, these rascals, 

they have no idea who is the proprietor of this world. 
So they are doing in their nonsensical way. Therefore there is confusion. 

The business is not profitable. But if they accept, 

"No, the real proprietor is such and such gentleman, so he wants to do us like this," 

then the business will be profitable. Everyone is thinking that he is proprietor, so how this business will profit? This is the position. 

Everyone is thinking that he is the proprietor. 

He forgets that he is worker. 

He is not proprietor. That is the mistake. 

Therefore the business is mismanaged, and there is no profit, simply chaos. 

That is the position. [break] ...says in the Bhagavad-gétä, 

bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäà

sarva-loka-maheçvaram

suhådaà sarva-bhütänäà

 [Bg. 5.29]

"If you want to stop this chaotic condition, then accept Me that I am the enjoyer and proprietor of this whole world, and I am your real friend. Let the business be done on My account, 

you take your right salaries, you be happy, and there will be no chaotic condition." 

But here the position is that everyone is thinking proprietor, and as far as possible, 

he is taking all the money, and other is starving. He is not getting his salary even. 

So he also, because he is weak, he cannot steal. 

The stronger, he is stealing. 

There is fight. 

Just like this chaotic condition of the petrol. The Arabians thinking that "I am the proprietor. Why shall I give to the Americans?" Thing is there, but it is chaotic only because they do not accept the proprietor is God. That is the defect. How you can give freedom for stealing? Stealing freedom means punishment awaiting you. If I give you freedom—"Yes, whatever you like, you can go on stealing"—that means 

next stage is your punishment. That is going on.

Svarüpa Dämodara: They will say that proprietor stage is relative.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is relative. 

Relative means you are servant. 

You must satisfy by your service to the proprietor 

and get your  nice salary and be happy. 

Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä. Whatever he gives, you accept and be happy. That is Éçopaniñad. 

You don't try to encroach upon others. 

You receive from the proprietor your emolution (emolument?) or your reward and be happy. That is Éçopaniñad. Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]. 
Everything is God's property. 

You take your share. You have got right. 

Just like a father and the son. There are ten sons. Everyone has got the right to share the property of the father, but as the father gives, 

not that I  take away the whole property and others, brothers, may starve. 

That is not allowed. 

That is criminal. 

Here in the material world everyone has come to get the best profit, 

without considering profit for others. 

Others may go to hell. 
"Others, let them go to the slaughterhouse. (Ed: let others do “milk production”)

I must satisfy my tongue." (Ed: for curd “steaks” and so on)

That is material world. 

"No, why you are slaughtering other living entities?" (Ed: complicitly)

"I don't care. I want to eat. That's all." 

So you have to PAY for that. 

You cannot put others into difficulty because God is equally merciful to everyone. 

But you don't care for God. 

Therefore you do whimsically whatever you like. 

So you are putting yourself in difficulty.

Translation: "Thereafter, in the capital of Hastinäpura, he enthroned his grandson, who was trained and equally qualified, as the emperor and master of all land bordered by the seas." [ ]

So while the brähmaëas were writing horoscope, so Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's anxiety was... They were describing, "This child will be so, such a great hero, he will do this..." And it was mentioned that "He will die also, being cursed by a brähmaëa." That was... So Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja did not take care of that, how he will die. He simply took care how he will live. He inquired from the learned brähmaëas, "Whether this child will be exactly prototype of our dynasty? 
Because this is a... 

Kuru dynasty is the paramparä system of emperors, all-perfect. 
So whether this child will be like that?" 

That was his inquiry, first. 

So all the brähmaëas replied, "Yes, sir, this is just quite fit, your family." Therefore it is said here that susamaà guëaiù: "By quality, exactly like Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira."

So unless one is qualified, highly qualified, 
how he can be installed as the head of the executive of the state or the world? 
And this has been given charge to a third-class voters who have no character. So how you can expect the elected persons to be perfect? That is not possible. This is not the system. 
This is the system. 
The head of the state should be perfect 
and the next

should be selected by this perfect head of the state, 
not by the rascal voters. 
This is perfection. 
If the head of the state is perfect, then naturally the citizens will be perfect. Because all the laws are there. If the head of the state says, "No more meat-eating," all slaughterhouses will be closed. If the head of the state says, "No more intoxication," then all the cigarette factories and liquor factories will be closed. Is it not? Because... 
So therefore the head must be perfect. 
Then yad yad äcarati çreñöhas tat tad evetaro janaù [Bg. 3.21]. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said that 
"What the chief man beùaves, others will follow." 
Therefore it is called leader, leader.

So you have read in Bhägavatam about the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, 
how perfect it was. 
That at that time the cows were supplying so much milk, the bag was packed with milk, that where the cows were moving milk was dropping, and the pasture ground became muddy with milk, so much milk was being supplied. And it is said, sarva-käma-dughä mahé. 
And exactly in right time, the right quantity of rainfall was there. 
Not like nowadays, sometimes there is no rain and there is sometimes excessive rain, flood. What the scientist can do? They cannot check. These regulative principles depend on nature. And nature is being conducted by the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

This cosmic manifestation is going regularly. The sun is rising exactly at the time, it is setting exactly..., the seasons are coming exactly, under the order of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. So when the king is a debauch or the president is a debauch, and the citizens are also debauch, there is restriction of supply by nature, under the order of the Supreme. Just like there is now petroleum problem. Now, by the order of the Supreme, the restriction is there. Now they are howling, cowling. You see? 
So everything will rest, tasmin tuñöe jagat tuñöa. 
If you keep Kåñëa satisfied, if you all become devotees, 
(Ed: Here His Divine Grace gives a different meaning to the general one: “If you satisfy Kåñëa, the whole world will be satisfied”)
Kåñëa consciousness, there is no question of scarcity. There is no question of scarcity. There is immense supply. Eko yo bahünäà vidadhäti kämän.[ ]
So the emperor should be representative of God. He should be qualified, fully qualified. That was the Vedic system. Monarchy, but fully qualified. Therefore he could maintain the kingdom. The citizens were fully qualified, so qualified that they did not suffer even from disease, excessive heat, excessive coldness, no. Very peaceful. Supply was properly... Sarva-käma-dughä mahé. Everything was being supplied. 
Whatever you want, that is supplied through the earth, throughout the earth. [ ]
So who will control? If the king, the head of the government is perfect, then he will control. 
So that is all gone. Therefore we are suffering. 

Therefore Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja, first business is, 
before appointing his grandson, 
he was very eager to know, 
"Whether he is competent, exactly my representative?" 
This is the business of the king. [ ]
There... In India, there is a place near Patna where up to ten years before, it was a market, yearly market, for selling cows, horses, elephants, camels, like that. Now there is no customer. At the present moment, that fair of selling big, big horses and... Nobody can purchase horse. They have got this tin car. That also not everyone. So people have become poor. Nobody can maintain now horses or elephants or number of cows. No. That is not possible. So they are condemned now. Formerly they were maintaining. Instead of keeping a big car, they used to keep two, three elephants, number of horses, number of cows. This is domestic animals. They are domestic animals. They used to be maintained. But nowadays they cannot. But during Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's time or before that, the city was so full of elephants that it is named after elephant, Hastinäpura: "Many elephants." Still in India, in big procession, marriage ceremony, they bring some elephants. But that is in procession, elephants, horses, are demonstrated. And especially royal family. But those things have now gone. 
Now, instead of Hastinäpura, it is now "Motorcarpura." (laughter) Just see.

Satsvarüpa: We always say that the best way to water the tree is from the root, but he says that the way that nature actually waters is from the top.

Prabhupäda: So wherefrom the top water comes?

Svarüpa Dämodara: By evaporation of the ocean.

Prabhupäda: And who kept the ocean? You go on.

Svarüpa Dämodara: By nature.

Prabhupäda: Then you come to somebody. That is foolishness. Then nature is not ultimate. Kåñëa is the ultimate. Because you cannot see Kåñëa, therefore you say, "Nature."

Svarüpa Dämodara: Kåñëa says, "Nature is under My control."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Svarüpa Dämodara: It is just like an equilibrium, Çréla Prabhupäda. In science it is called equilibrium, means this on and off...

Prabhupäda: It is called cakra. What is that? In Bhagavad-gétä it is said, brahma-cakra, brahma-cakra.

(Ed: BG3.16: evam pravartitam cakram; BG3.15:  karma brahmodbhavam viddhi; BG9.16: aham kratur aham yajna)

Sarvaà khalv idaà brahma. That is realization, that in every action there is brahman.
The beginning, by eating food grains, (Ed: produced by cooperation of the four varnas- yajna karma samudbhavah) 

you become strong. The animals become strong.

Then, when you become strong, you perform yajïa, and from yajïa, there is cloud, and from cloud, there is rain, and from rain, there is food grains. 

(Ed: produced by cooperation of the four varnas yajna karma samudbhavah)

THIS is the CAKRA.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.19              Hawaii, January 15, 1974

And here also, we see that the 
Dharmaräja is inquiring about the comforts of the cow. 
Amba, kaccid bhadre, what is, anämayam ätmanas te. Ämayam means disease. So 
"Whether you are quite comfortable by your health?" 

This is very essential to keep cows very comfortably. 
If they feel comfortable, then you get the most nourishing food, milk. 
We are practically seeing in our New Vrindaban center, because the cow are feeling secure in our custody, they're delivering milk up to the eighty pounds daily. You'll be surprised. So if you get milk products, milk, then you can prepare so many preparations full of vitamins, which will nourish your brain. Dull brain cannot understand what is spiritual knowledge. Therefore, that Mr. Bernard Shaw, he wrote a book. Perhaps you know it. You Are What You Eat. If you keep your brain dull, then how you can understand? Because without becoming very intelligent man, one cannot understand Kåñëa consciousness. That is stated in the Caitanya-caritämåta, kåñëa yei bhaje sei baòa catura: "One who takes to Kåñëa consciousness seriously and perfectly, he must be very, very intelligent." Dull brain cannot accept it. Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. So we have to make our brain very clean. And for that purpose you require to drink not very much, at least, one pound or half-pound milk daily. That is essential. But no meat-eating. This is intelligence. The milk is also conversion of the blood, everyone knows. Just like we drink the milk of our mother. The color of the milk is white, but everyone knows that milk is produced from the red blood, red corpuscle. So this is the process, that people are very much anxious to drink the blood of cows from the slaughterhouse. They sometimes drink fresh blood, is it not?

Bali-mardana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That is not very good intelligence. You drink the blood of the cow by natural process, which turns into white milk. You'll get better brain, better strength. 
Therefore cow protection is very essential in Vedic civilization. 
Therefore we offer respect Kåñëa: "Kåñëa is the benefactor of cows and the brähmaëas." Namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. 
Kåñëa is well-wisher first-go, cow. 
You'll find Kåñëa always with cows. Here is Kåñëa's picture, you see how He's loving the cow and the calf. He's personally teaching from His childhood, from His boyhood. 
So we should follow. 
If we want to become Kåñëa conscious, we must give... 
The calf is also seeing to the face of Kåñëa for protection, and Kåñëa is giving protection, "Yes, I'll give you protection."

So this is the position. And here is also dharma. 
Religious life must begin very clean. That is also stated in the Bhagavad-gétä,

Sinful life will not... [break] ...that is practical, everyone knows. And we see so many varieties of people, men, in the society, and what is the difference of variety? One has got good brain, another has got dull brain. That is dis... That is the variety. So if you want good brain... Good brain means how to get relief from all the troubles of material existence. That is good brain. And bad brain means to become implicated more and more. They do not know... Because they have got bad brain, they do not know how spirit soul is transmigrating from one body to another, how he is becoming entangled. Today I have got very nice body, American body, but what is the guarantee next life? But they do not believe in the next life because they have no good brain. So in order to understand things as they are, you require good brain, and for good brain, 
you require milk preparation. 
In this way, as they've suggested a routine in the çästra also, 
and guided by sädhu-guru-çästra, if we accept, 
then we shall become very happy in this life and next life also. 
That is Kåñëa consciousness movement.
Morning Walk                       February 22, 1974, Bombay

Prabhupäda: No. Dharma means one's sva-kar... Just like varëäçrama-dharma.

Dr. Patel: That is the real dharma.

Prabhupäda: Yes. According to varëa and äçrama. That is called varëäçrama-dharma.

Dr. Patel: The greatest gift to the humanity is varëäçrama-dharma by the ancient culture of India.

Prabhupäda: No, it is given by God.

Dr. Patel: Whatever it is... But I mean, that is the greatest gift.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Patel: Varëäçrama-dharma. And I don't know why people don't follow it.

Prabhupäda: But there is no guidance. There is no guidance.

Dr. Patel: Even imperceptibly one äçrama may be following, is followed by western countries. They have got all the (indistinct) though they are not putting on (indistinct) and all. (Hindi) But presently this is, we are living in Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13].

Varëäçrama-dharma is there, but it is not organized.
Varëa... Because it is made by God, mayä såñöam, it cannot be violated.
So... But it (is) in a perverted way.                                  
Therefore we are suffering.

Morning Walk                        March 4, 1974, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: ...every payasä you should spend for Kåñëa. Not that "Kåñëa is giving money. Let us squander it as much as we like." Then there will be scarcity. [break] What is that?

Jayapatäkä: This is a short cut.

Prabhupäda: Oh, all right. [break] ...püjyante dhanya yatra sucancitam (?), "Where a rascal is not worshiped, where foodstuff is kept very carefully," and dam-patyoù kalaha nästi, "and when there is no fight between husband and wife, or family-wise," tatra çréù svayam ägataù, "there goddess of fortune is always present." Hare Kåñëa. This is the principle given by Cäëakya Paëòita, the greatest politician and moralist. Mürkha means who is not pure devotee of Kåñëa. He's a mürkha or müòha. Not that ABCD learned. ABCD learned is no use. And another çloka, Cäëakya Paëòita says who is learned man. Mätåvat para-däreñu: "One who does not think of any illicit sex life." Mätåvat... Every woman-mother. Except his married wife, every woman is mother. Mätåvat para-däreñu para-loñöravat "And others' money, just like garbage." Nobody touches. Mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat, and ätmavat sarva-bhüteñu: "And one who sees like himself all other living entities, he's paëòita, he's learned." Not by MA, Ph.D. Hare Kåñëa. [break] ...yaù paçyati. Samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. [break] ...nihäram iva bhä... It is called nihära. As long, as soon as the sun becomes strong, immediately, everything finished. Just see. This... What is called fog, or...?

Jayapatäkä: Just like when you came to the West, Prabhupäda, you cleared away the fog.

Prabhupäda: At least, I tried for that. Whatever is done it is done by Kåñëa. [break] ...keeps intelligent to the sincere servant. Otherwise, everything is done by Kåñëa. So if you, one is sincere to Kåñëa, he will act everything rightly because the direction is... Buddhi yogaà dadämi tam. The perfect direction is there. I do not know why people denies to take direction from Kåñëa. He gets perfect direction. But he does not like to take. What is this tree?

Jayapatäkä: The imli, I think.
Prabhupäda: Imli.
Jayapatäkä: Not imli? They call that...
Prabhupäda: No, no, not imli. Imli's different. This way, up to that river? [break] ...väsudeva-paräyaëa. Väsudeva-paräyaëa, means Kåñëa conscious person, they solve all questions by one thing, Kåñëa consciousness. Exactly like the sun solves all the problems of this nihära, foss. It is called foss?

Jayapatäkä: Fog.
Prabhupäda: Fog.

Jayapatäkä: Mist.
Prabhupäda: Nihäram iva bhäskara. Let the scientists do it in their scientific way, drive away the fog. Is there any process? Eh? In the ocean, when there is fog like this, they have to stop all the ships and cry, (makes sound like fog horn:) onnnh, onnnh, so that they may not collide. I have seen it when I was coming, going to USA. Where is Mohanänanda? He is here? No. Mohanänanda? Hare Kåñëa. The difference between other camps and our: they call these men from their daily, I mean to say, life, householder's life, for this purpose for a week or so, but they are not dedicated. Here, in our camp, all our people are dedicated to the cause. That is the difference. So they cannot surpass your activities.

Jayapatäkä: Because you are dedicated, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Yes, everyone should be dedicated, I or you. Does not... That is the success of life. Dedicate your life for Kåñëa. That is the perfection. Even there are some faults, even dedicated life is noble life. Maybe, due to our past habits, we may commit some faulty action, but that dedicated life is sublime. Api cet suduräcäro bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk, sädhur eva sa mantavyaù [Bg. 9.30].

Jayapatäkä: This, from this... This is the land that we want to get. It starts from here. And that's our land there. [break]
Prabhupäda: ...immediately appreciates Kåñëa's intelligence. Paräsya çaktir vividhaiva çrüyate svä-bhäviké... [Cc. Madhya 13.65, purport]. It is being done as if automatically, but no, there is brain. That brain, these rascals, they cannot find out. Machine, nature only. What is this nature? Nonsense. So which way we shall go? This way? Up to the river?

Jayapatäkä: Yes.
Prabhupäda: Each and every grain...
Jayapatäkä: Here's our mango tree.

Prabhupäda: Eh?
Viñëujana: Mango.

Prabhupäda: Mango tree?

Bhavänanda: Yes, we planted, uh... (end)
Morning Walk                           March 6, 1974, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everyone is asking, "Please help me to get this burden on my head." Everyone is asking. [break] Kåñëa mantra means asking nothing from Kåñëa, but only praying, "Please engage me in Your service." This is Hare Kåñëa. Now let him engage, whatever service He likes. I don't dictate that "Give me this service." That is also sense gratification. As soon as I'll say that "Engage me in this type of service," that is also sense gratification. When one surrenders fully that "Engage me in Your service in whatever way You like," that is pure devotion. You cannot dictate Kåñëa. Because He wants, sarva-dharmän... "First of all surrender, then I will give you. I will allot what kind of service you can do." Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëam, ahaà tväà sarva... [Bg. 18.66]. But if I dictate, then Kåñëa will be..., "All right, you take this." Then you again become unhappy. Don't dictate Kåñëa. Be dictated. That is happiness. But everyone is dictating, "Please give me this. Give me this. Give me that. Give me that. Give me this." Why should you dictate Kåñëa? As soon as I dictate, that is my sense gratification. That is not pure devotion. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam [Brs. 1.1.11]. Make zero all your desires. It doesn't matter, this desire or that desire. Any kind of desire. Whatever you desire, that is material. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam [Cc. Madhya 19.167]. That is pure devotee.

Devotee: That takes practice.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee: That takes practice, to stop desiring for oneself.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And therefore...

Devotee: You have to practice...

Prabhupäda:...the practice is that you should simply desire what your spiritual master says. 

Don't desire yourself. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. 

If you fulfill the desires of your spiritual master, then Kåñëa will be pleased." 

Because he's the representative, the immediate representative, boss, 

if you satisfy him, the master, supreme master, is also satisfied. 

If he gives report, "This clerk is doing nice," that is sufficient. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. 

This is the injunction.

Jayapatäkä: So human life was no advantage. Only because you have come, now it can be advantage.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayapatäkä: Human life is no special advantage. Only if you come, the spiritual master comes, then it can be some advantage.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore Vedic injunction is gurum eva abhigacchet: "You must go to a bona fide spiritual master if you want to make your life perfect." There is no question whether I shall go or not. "You must!" That is the beginning of human life. Otherwise animal life. He has no spiritual master. He's not going to obey anyone. He's working in his own whims. That is animal life. Real life here begins.

tad-vijïänärthaà sa gurum eva abhigacchet

samit-päëiù çrotriyaà brahma-niñöham

 [MU 1.2.12]

This is the Vedic injunction. You cannot do anything without abiding the orders of spiritual master. That is surrender. How nice water it is. [break] And there are many thousands, you'll find. And we are thinking, "Oh, if I go away, who will feed my son? Who will feed my daughter?" He'll never think that "If so many animals are fed by the Supreme," eko yo bahünäà vidadhäti kämän, "He's supplying all the necessity why not for me or for my other children?" It is mäyä that one thinks that "Without me...," Just like Gandhi was thinking. Unless he was killed... He was always thinking, "Without me, India will be spoiled." India will be spoiled. It was spoiled. Therefore you wanted sva-räjya... And after his death, it is also spoiled. So India's karma will have to suffer, either Gandhi's there or not there. Prakåteù kriya... Prakåteù: Everything is being done by the material nature. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù, by, dictated by different modes of nature. Ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate: [Bg. 3.27] The rascal, being bewildered by, he's thinking, "Without me, everything will be spoiled. I am the director. I am the director!" So I requested Gandhi, "Now you come out of this turmoil, politics. Just preach Bhagavad-gétä." No. He'll be killed. That's all. This is the way. Going on. Even a Gandhi commits mistake, what to speak of others. What is the effect of this sva-räjya. The effect of sva-räjya is that people are starving. That's all. At least, British government would not allow like this. That's a fact.

Devotee: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali)

Devotee: They're self-interested. They're making money and forgetting the public.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Godless. They must be like that. Gandhi was a student of Bhagavad-gétä—never taught about Kåñëa. This is his knowledge of Bhagavad-gétä, Bhagavad-gétä without Kåñëa.

Devotee: They want the material after killing the source. After killing the cows, they want milk. After...

Prabhupäda: Gandhi was approached by the Hindus that "You are doing so much for the Mohammedans. The Mohammedans are obedient. So why don't you stop this cow killing?" "How can I interfere with their religious?" Just see.

Devotee: This is...

Prabhupäda: "Cow killing is religion." And he was such a fool that if somebody said that "Cutting the throat of others is my religion," he would allow, "Yes, you can do that."

Jayapatäkä: Go this way, Çréla Prabhupäda? [break]

Devotee: ...proof that the cause of cancer is beef-eating.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee: I have...

Prabhupäda: Leprosy. Leprosy is also due to beef-eating. Get it folded.
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Prabhupäda: ...it will be constituted, that. Their business will be to exploit the poor citizens. And they will be embarrassed and harassed so much: by one side, no sufficient rain, and therefore scarcity of food, and the other side, taxation by the government. In this way, the people will be so much harassed that they'll give up their home and go to the forest. Very piti...

Unless they take to Kåñëa consciousness, they'll not be saved.

The varëäçrama college  has to be established 


immediately.
Everywhere, wherever we have got our center,

a varëäçrama college should be established to train four divisions:

one class, brähmaëa; one class, kñatriya; one class, vaiçya; and one class, çüdra.
But everyone will be elevated to the spiritual platform
by the spiritual activities which we have prescribed.
There is no inconvenience, even for the çüdras.
Passerby: Jayo!
Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa.

Bhagavän: Are çüdras supposed to take sannyäsa also?

Prabhupäda: NO, why?
Bhagavän: Çüdras...
Prabhupäda: Those who are çüdras, they should not be allowed to take sannyäsa.
Only those who are qualified brähmaëas, they'll be allowed to take sannyäsa.
Bhagavän: Kñatriyas used to take sannyäsa too?

Prabhupäda: Kñatriyas... Some of them. Not all.

Guru däsa: Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Guru däsa: Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja.

Prabhupäda: They did not take sannyäsa, but they left home.

There is no need  of accepting sannyäsa.
One has to perform the devotional activities. That is real thing.

Simply by changing dress, one does not improve.

Unless he takes to the, seriously, principles of devotional service.

But in the Kali-yuga, they'll think,

"Because I have changed my dress, I have become a big sannyäsé." You see?

"Because I have got a sacred thread, now I am a brähmaëa."
NO. There must be regular training. Hare Kåñëa.

Jagadéça: Çréla Prabhupäda, in a varëäçrama society is...

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jagadéça: In a varëäçrama society, are most of the citizens çüdras?
Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jagadéça: Are the majority of citizens çüdras? In a varëäçrama society?

Prabhupäda: YES. The number of çüdras are always bigger. Just like in University education. The, the number of graduates and post-graduates, they're less. Others are big, number bigger.

Bhagavän: The whole idea is that at the end of everyone's life, everyone is required to leave home, perform devotional activities, but not necessarily take sannyäsa.
Prabhupäda: 
Devotional  activities, either he leaves from home or not leaves, that doesn't matter. 

It must continue from from very beginning.
For the management of affairs, we require  to divide.
Because there are different  classes of brain,

so those who have very intellectual brain, they should become brähmaëas.
Those who are fit for management and protection, they should be trained as kñatriya.
And those who are fit for producing food, taking care of the cows, they should be trained as vaiçya.
And the balance, they're all çüdras.
This is the division. You...

Everywhere you'll find this division, natural.

One class of men, very intelligent.

One class of men, very strong, good brain for management, administration. (aside) Jaya.
One class of men, fit for tilling the ground, field, and produce food, take care of the cows.

And the balance, çüdra. That's all.
SO  in  OUR Society, this DIVISION should be there.

The most intelligent class of men, they should be engaged in preaching, reading books and instructing, taking care of Deity worship, temple, and another class should be strong managers, that things are going on nicely. Everyone is engaged, not that eating and sleeping. Everyone must be engaged, employed.

So, so if one is very much adapted for eating and sleeping, he should be engaged with plows. You see. He must be activity. Otherwise, there must be dysentery, eating and sleeping. He cannot digest. Yes.

So in THIS way, 

OUR Society should be managed.

NOT 

 HYPERLINK  \l "NOTthatnowIaminitiatedIbecomePERFECT" 
THAT"Give me second initiation, a sacred thread."

And after getting it, business finished: 

"Now I'm liberated. 

Let me eat and sleep."

THIS 

 HYPERLINK  \l "tthisHAStobeCHECKED" 
SHOULD BE STOPPED.
We have got fifty bighäs of land, and I have calculated in Mäyäpura, setting aside twenty bighäs for

the temple and grazing ground for the cows, (Ed: cows grazing around the temple) 

thirty bighäs of land.

The production should be three hundred mounds of grains. And three hundred mounds of grain, I have calculated. How much you can...?

Bhagavän: Fifteen hundred.

Prabhupäda: No. According to our present calculated, about 180 mounds. So there should be 120 mounds excess of grain.

Instead of excess, they want ten thousand rupees  for maintenance. 

(BUYING food, what to speak of ANARTHAS!!!)

This is... THIS management is going on.

These things were not discussed in GBC?

So what kind of discussion was there?

Simply talking? NO PRACTICAL?
And the estimate of budget was presented for ten thousand rupees per month. And... And when it was scrutinizingly studied, immediately it came down to six thousand. So what kind of budget?

So management should be in THAT way, 

that nobody is sitting idly. Automatically he'll fall sick. Sickness means idleness. Or excess eating, sleeping. No excess, no less. Yuktähära-vihärasya yogo bhavati duùkha-hä. Yukta.

Yukta means actually WHAT YOU NEED. (aside:) Hare Kåñëa.

So everywhere,  in each  center,
this system should be introduced, and

there must be practical application of the varëäçrama.
At the same time, this program of devotional service. (ED: for ALL the varnas)

THEN it will go on  very nicely.
Hådayänanda: Should devotees be formally designated in a particular occupation?

Prabhupäda: Eh? No. Devotees are devotees. Actually devotees are above this brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.
But for management of material things, we have to divide.
Just like in the body there are divisions.
There are... Kåñëa. Kåñëa was acting as a kñatriya.
In His boyhood, He was acting like a vaiçya. But Kåñëa is neither kñatriya nor, nor brähmaëa. This is the example. He was a cowherd boy. That is business of vaiçya. And when He was fighting in the battlefield, He was a kñatriya. He was marrying as a kñatriya. So although He was acting sometimes as kñatriya, sometimes as vaiçya, but He's neither of these.

So DEVOTEE   is like that.
He may act in any position, but He is above all the material conception of life.

THAT is perfection. Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa...

Nitäi: Çréla Prabhupäda? What should the kñatriyas be taught?

Prabhupäda: Kñatriyas should be taught that he is manager. 

(Ed: HOW to manage through organizing the four livelihoods of varnasrama as taught perfectly by brahmanas according to sastra, not as businessmen exploiting devotees for their property and labour in the name of “for The Deities”)

He must see that everyone is engaged. (Ed: in these FOUR occupations)

And if there is any fight, they must come forward to fight. This is kñatriya's business. There may be fight. Somebody may attack us. Not that chanting, "Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa..." No. They must come forward. "Yes, we are prepared to fight." That is kñatriya.
Tamäla-Kåñëa: Prabhupäda? In our centers we are awarding brähmaëa initiation, second initiation...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Initiation should go on. Even... 

You do not understand what I have said, 

that that is for Vaiñëava. A Vaiñëava and Viñëu... 

Just like Kåñëa is Viñëu, He's not human being, but He was acting like human being, 

similarly, Vaiñëava is transcendental.
But for proper management of the material world,
one should be acting like brähmaëa, one should be acting like kñatriya.
That is required.

Just like actually we are doing so. Some of you are preaching, and some of you are cleansing the temple. It does not mean that a sannyäsé who is preaching, he is better than that man who is cleansing. The...

Their position as Vaiñëava is the same.
But for the management, 

one is cleansing, one is seeing the construction, one is going to preach, like that. That should be there. It is not that
"Because I have taken sannyäsa, therefore

I cannot any more do anything."
If need be, he has to act as kñatriya. Or a çüdra. It doesn’t matter.

Hådayänanda: Oh.

Prabhupäda: Doesn't matter.

But manage, for management, this division must be there.

Otherwise, it will be mismanagement.
Yes. A Vaiñëava coming to the position of doing the work of a çüdra 

does not mean he has become çüdra. 

He's Vaiñëava. 

Try to understand this point.
Just like in the stage. 

If you want to play something, one must be king, one must be queen, one must be..., but neither of them king or queen. 

That is stage play.
Similarly to manage things in the material world we have to...
Guëa, karma.  Karma there must be.
Therefore the karma should be done, executed, according to quality.
Ätreya-åñi: So in our Movement, the leaders must decide how every devotee and every resource is engaged properly.

Prabhupäda: That is leadership. That is leadership. The... Which man is fitted for which work.

Ätreya-åñi: Yes. Utilization of all resources...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Ätreya-åñi: ...including devotees and funds and everything.

Prabhupäda: Then... The first thing is that we should see that everyone is engaged. How he should be engaged, that requires leadership. But the first business is to engage everyone. Nobody should be without engagement. Then it will be idle worse, works... What do you call? 

Idle brain is devil's workshop.

And the devil is käminé-käïcana, woman and money.

This is devil. So if you remain idle, then you shall think of devil. So we should see that everyone is engaged properly. Hare Kåñëa. Jaya. (break)
...instruction in this connection is very important:

Everyone  should be  trained as  Vaiñëava. 

(ED: “to become” by following the rules and regulations and chanting sixteen rounds MINIMUM AND:)

At the same time, he should work in different position for management.
So if OUR MEN are not prepared--

--for doing the plowing work, then what is the use of purchasing land?

Tamäla Kåñëa: They are not prepared.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Tamäla Kåñëa: They are not prepared.

Prabhupäda: Then?

You have to engage laborer and spend two hundred rupees per head at least, 

including salary and food, 

and the production is nil. 

In this way, there must be ten thousand, twenty thousand expenditure. 

Am I right or not, that

"You bring money some way from anywhere, and let us spend lavishly?"
What kind of management this is?
We should consider the money, after all, is earned with hard labor.
So somebody will bring money with hard labor,

and another body will spend  like  irresponsible prince; 

that should be STOPPED.
THAT is management. (break)

...especially is that the religion means to make a class of men, simply idle... What is? Opiate...? What is called?

Devotees: Opiate of the people.

Prabhupäda: Therefore they are against religion. But actually, if we show that we are producing, we are managing, we are educating, then we can counteract the communist tendency. But they are seeing that, that escaping. They say, "They escape responsibility of worldly life and they're indulging in some religious..." That is the tendency. All... Everywhere the government  is complaining like that. Therefore they do not want to increase the number of temples, increase the number of devotees. They do not want. Because they say, "These are a class of idle men. They cannot do anything, and they take to this religious life." That is the tendency. They are feeling like that.
But  if  you show that you are actually doing something IDEAL,

THEN they will appreciate.

Make a small unit of community and show ideal life, not idle life.

Ideal life.
Then this mis...

That... Now in Bombay, they have refused. Because they are under the impression that "They, these Europeans have come here under some sentiment, and what is the use?" They have taken some plea and rejected our... (break) ...is there.

As we are making counterpropaganda against mäyä, the mäyä is also very strong.

She will also make  propaganda against you,  very strong.
So unless you become very sincere devotee,
daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä,
then  it will not be possible to conquer over mäyä.
You'll be succumbed. Hare Kåñëa. (break)

...taranti te, mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. In India the, the brähmaëa class, they say, "Oh, I am born in (ED: OR initiated as) brähmaëa family. Why shall I do this work?" You see.

Therefore the whole Society has gone to hell.

 (Ed: actually, because all the varnas must subsist thorough cooperation upon foodstuffs produced with cow and bull protection)

In your country still, they accept any kind of work. It doesn't matter. 

And here, in India, if he happens to be a brähmaëa, he'll not take any kind of work. Means...

Just like plowing. He'll not agree. Therefore so much land.

The kñatriya is thinking, "I am kñatriya."

The brähmaëa is thinking, "I am brähmaëa." And the land is lying fallow.

There is no production. He will go to the office and fight with the pen as a kñatriya. And instead of studying Vedas, he'll study the rules and regulations given by the office.

But he’ll not come to plow.. Therefore this scarcity of food. He'll go to a mill to work as ordinary laborer. (ED: and buy food from the “slaughterhouse”) (Hindi)

He'll not come. 

So much land we see lying unutilized. And they're crying for grain. Why? The same example. I was writing that in New York City, the whole city is full of dirty things, garbage, for want of cleaners, and you go to the Central Park, you'll find so many hippies are lying down idle.

Ätreya-åñi: Unemployment.

Prabhupäda: Unem... Not employment. They'll not work. That means mismanagement. Why they should remain down? Why they should remain without any employment? But the government is not doing that.

Devotee: They do not feel inspired.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee: They do not feel inspired. No one has desire.

Prabhupäda: That, that means mismanagement. You had no desire to take to Kåñëa consciousness, but you have been taken to it by some, some way or other. That is management.

Hådayänanda: Jaya, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: That is management.
Hådayänanda: You are expert manager.

Prabhupäda: A child does not want to go to school, but it is the duty of the parent to send him to the school by some way or other. So that is government's duty, that a man should be employed according to his capacity. There should be no unemployment. That is very dangerous position of the society. Now this unemployment question is very strong all over the world. They'll plan that "This government is not good. That system is not good. He's not good." And he'll do nothing. He'll personally do nothing. Just like the hippies, they criticize everyone, but he'll not do anything. It is all... These descriptions are there in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. We are going too far? Employed... (break) ...from the government to utilize this land. You see? So much. Everywhere you'll find. Everywhere you'll find. Who was with me in London?

Devotee: Yeah. Last time, last summer?

Prabhupäda: Letchmore Heath.

Devotee: Yeah?

Prabhupäda: So much, lying vacant.

They have taken it into consideration that "What is the use of working in the land? Better kill one animal and eat easily."

(Ed: OR let us buy milk and grains and let cows and bulls go to slaughter)

Because he doesn't care for sinful activities.

The... "If I can eat the cow, why shall I take so much trouble to till the...?" This is going on, all over the world.
Indian man: Employment means now just to cut the money and not to work. No work.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) The same... Employment, even for the woman, the carakä. You see? Gandhi also studied this. There must be... Woman should be engaged for weaving. What is called?

Devotee: Spinning.

Prabhupäda: Spinning, yes. Everyone should be engaged.

That is management.

So all GBC members must see that in every temple, everyone is engaged.

Brahmänanda: That is the meaning of leadership.

Prabhupäda: That is the meaning of leadership.

Hådayänanda: And that all the devotees are protected.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Hådayänanda: And all the devotees are protected.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everyone should be engaged. And if everyone is engaged, he'll never fall sick. Yes. (break) ...the farmers, their son, they're giving up the farming business.

Haàsadüta: Going to the city.

Prabhupäda: Going to the city. In your country also?

Ätreya-åñi: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Or you have nothing to do with farming.

Ätreya-åñi: Excuse me?

Prabhupäda: Your country, there is nothing to do with farming. You have got petrol.

Ätreya-åñi: No. No there is a lot of good land, but they're not developing it.

Devotee: Just selling petrol. (ED: selling anything but...books?)

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes, if they can get money underground...

[ED: by any other way, but  AT ANY COST ($$$k’s and devotees’ lives) avoid the real work]

Mayapur

Dear Jayapataka and Bhavananda Maharajas,

Please accept my blessings. I beg to acknowledge receipt of your letter of—undated, and I have carefully noted the contents.

As for the advance of Rs 25,000 so that work can continue at Mayapur, that has already been sent from New York by Bali Mardan. There has been some delay in receiving it here but from our Bombay BBT account we have already forwarded the sum of Rs 25,000 to Calcutta, so that question is already answered. You have the money and work should go ahead full force to be completed as agreed.

As far as the cows suffering from no good shelter, why have you not built them something solid? 
I sent $5,000.00 on one occasion and then $4,000.00 previous to that, for construction for the cows. 
So why are they not protected?
Your report on the harvest of crops is a paradox, when compared to the fact that you have to spend money for maintenance. If there is so much harvest, you have cows, vegetables, then why do you require money for maintenance?

I have read in your letter how the brahmacaris find it very difficult to plough. It will be very difficult if we do not work the land ourselves. The difficulty can be overcome provided we are sincere. I think we can use modern machines, to drive a tractor, for example, is as easy as driving a car. Suppose we hire a tractor for the time being. I heard they are available from Krishnanagar. In America they take to agriculture; they are farmers although they are not Indians. So why can't the Americans work and farm in India? We just have to adjust in order to raise as much crops as possible for the animals and men. I have seen many farmers near New Vrindaban working nicely with tractors and growing food. One day Kirtanananda Swami hired one and within two hours he tilled many acres of land very nicely, although it was not even land. So in Mayapur it is even land; in a few hours we can till all the land we possess. My point is if somehow we cannot utilize the land then why purchase it at such expenditure? Self help doesn't mean Rs 10,000 spent monthly.

Prabhupäda: ...technological college. Similarly, this is another college, varëäçrama college.

Satsvarüpa: For the public in general?

Prabhupäda: Eh? Yes. Anyone. Just like engineering college is open for anyone. He must be ready to take up the training. Similarly, this varëäçrama college, he must be ready, the student, must be ready to take up the training.

Hådayänanda: Would it be for a particular age group?

Prabhupäda: Yes, any education, from childhood. Yes. Education means from childhood. Hare Kåñëa. Kaumära äcaret präjïo dharmän bhägavatän iha. The... How...
We are getting so many sannyäsés,  they should teach.

Teaching should be done by the sannyäsés. Just like in missionary school, the fathers teaches.

The Supreme Personality of Godhead said: One who is unattached to the fruits of his work and who works as he is obligated is in the renounced order of life, and he is the true mystic, not he who lights no fire and performs no duty.]
Hådayänanda: How would it be different than gurukula?
Prabhupäda: Eh?

Hådayänanda: How would it differ from gurukula?
Prabhupäda: Gurukula is only for the small children. Preliminary, primary. 

And when the children are grown up, 

they should be sent to the varëäçrama school or college for further developed training.

Hådayänanda: They should... Should they be taught also some... Should there also be teaching in some particular skill or varëa? Such as say...

Prabhupäda: No.

Hådayänanda: Say, for example, someone was a, a kñatriya by inclination, or a...?

Prabhupäda: No, inclination can be changed also. If one has got little ad... 

But we should take little advantage of the inclination. 

Not that... That is to be decided by the... Inclination or no inclination, we can... That will be done. That is not very difficult.
This is a most important item.

Because people have been spoiled all over the world by being misguided by

the so-called leaders.

Therefore varëäçrama college is required. Hare Kåñëa.

Hådayänanda: But Prabhupäda, I'm still not quite clear. In other words, we'd teach, for example, like Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Hare Kåñëa. Jaya. Eh?

Hådayänanda: How much would be expected of the students as far as...? Would they live with us and follow the four principles? Like that? Or just come for classes or...?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Come to classes you won't get. Because nobody has got any taste for such thing. A boarding school or boarding college would...

Hådayänanda: Boarding school.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hådayänanda: And there should... Should there be any material subject matters taught like in gurukula?
Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like material subject matter, kñatriya, or the brähmaëas, kñatriya, as they are described in the Bhagavad-gétä, what are the symptoms of brähmaëa, what is the symptoms of kñatriya. The kñatriyas should be taught how to fight also. There will be military training. There will be training how to kill.

Hådayänanda: Oh.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And vaiçyas should be trained how to

give protection to the cows, how to till the field and grow food.

Practical.
Nitäi: Not business also?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Nitäi: The vaiçyas?
Prabhupäda: Business, this rascal business NO.
Nitäi: No?

Prabhupäda: Business means if you have got extra grains or extra foodstuff, you can

sell where there is necessity, there is want.

THAT is business.

We are not going to open mills and factories and... No. We are not going to do that. That is çüdra business.

The REAL business is that you produce enough food grains, as much as possible,

and YOU eat and distribute.
That's all.

THIS is business. He does not require any so high technical education.
Anyone can till the ground and grow food. Is it difficult?

THIS is THE  business.
The first thing is that everyone, man and animal, especially the cows, they must be properly fed so become very stout and strong.

Cows will supply milk, (Ed: for those cooperating in these four livelihoods)

and man will work hard, without being suffered by dysentery. 

He must work hard. Any capacity. 

Work as a teacher or work as a kñatriya, work as a ploughman. Or work as general assistant. 

He must work.

Everyone  should be  employed.

And his employment will be provided from any of these groups,

according to his capacity.

Either as a brähmaëa, or as a kñatriya, or as a vaiçya, or as a çüdra.
Hådayänanda: What kind of training is there for a çüdra?
Prabhupäda: Çüdra is general assistant.

Hådayänanda: Oh, just...

Prabhupäda: Order-carrier. He has no intelligence. He doesn't require intelligence. "Do this." That's all.

Satsvarüpa: What would he learn at the school, though?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: What would his business be at that varëäçrama college?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is also training, to become obedient.

Because people are not obedient. What are these hippies? They are not obedient. So obedience also require training. If you have no intelligence, if you cannot do anything independently, just be obedient to the other, higher three classes. That is çüdra.
He must agree to abide by the orders of brähmaëa, kñatriyas, vaiçya. 

That's all. So that nobody will be unemployed.

Everyone should be trained up to sleep six to eight hours and attend meeting, chant, and ärati. And balance--he must work hard. Not that sleeping unlimitedly. There is no limit.

Yaduvara: Çréla Prabhupäda? What class does the arts and crafts come under?

Prabhupäda: Eh? Çüdra.
Yaduvara: Çüdra.
Prabhupäda: They are çüdras. Little arts and crafts can be trained up to the çüdras. They, at the present moment, they have given too much stress on the arts and crafts.

Yaduvara: Hm. Yes.

Prabhupäda: Therefore the whole people, population, is çüdra.
Hådayänanda: It is a fact.

Prabhupäda: That is a... That is the difficulty. All people are being drawn by giving them, I mean to say, attraction for high salary, and they are taking so-called technical education, and all of them working in the factory.

Nobody’s working on the field.
They are çüdras. (break)

Hådayänanda: ...artist is accepted as a philosopher in life.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Hådayänanda: In our society (break) ...accepted (break) ...as a philosopher.

Prabhupäda: Artist?

Hådayänanda: Yeah, the artist.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Artist is also business of the çüdra.
Hådayänanda: Yes, but in our... I'm saying, in modern society in America, they are considered... (break)

Prabhupäda: Nonsense philosophy. They do not know what is the meaning of philosophy.

Hådayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That, in your western countries the rascals, they are writing philosophy on sex life, which is known by the dog.

Hådayänanda: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: And he is writing so many things. So they are rascals. (break) ...human being. You see. What is this philosophy? Sex life? Even dog knows how to have sex life. And he's writing philosophy. So this kind of philosophy can be appreciated by the rascals and... (break) We do not appreciate that. They are not philosopher. Philosopher means who is searching out the Absolute Truth. That is philosophy.

Hådayänanda: Jaya.
Prabhupäda: That is philosophy. Darçana. Darçana means search out what is the ultimate. Jïäné ca bharatarñabha. Catur-vidhä bhajante mäà sukåtino 'rjuna, ärto 'rthärthé jïäné ca bharatarñabha, arto 'rthärthé jijïäsur jïäné ca bharatarñabha. These are philosophers. Even the ärtaù, even a distressed person, he is praying to the Supreme Authority, "My God, I am very much hungry. Kindly give me my daily bread." He's also philosopher, because he's searching out the Absolute Truth. He's philosopher. Not this Freud rascal, elaborating how to have sex life. So this kind of philosopher, they... What is called? In Bengali: vane haye çågäla räjä.(?) "In the jungle a jackal becomes a king." So because western people, they have no...

They're all less than çüdras.
So a Freud has become a philosopher. Vane haye çågäla räjä.
"In the jungle, the jackal has become a king." 

That's all. What is knowledge there? It is that... 

The whole western world is going on for industry, for making money, 

eat, drink, be merry, wine and women. 

That's... They're   all less than  çüdras and  caëòälas.
(ED: because who wants to do the needful to support those growing food with the help of protected bulls and cows either by labour (as a sudra for his food) or to give protection for his food (from tax as a ksatriya), what to speak of learning or doing it (as a brahmana or vaisya), but would rather eat purchased food at the expense of slaughter of cows and bulls. Even candalas didn’t have anything to do with this most sinful activity which is not even discussed in the sastras categorizing these classes.)

This is the first time  attempt is being made to make them 

human beings.
DON’T MIND. I am  using  very strong words.

That is the fact.
Hådayänanda: It's true. Yes.

Prabhupäda: Otherwise, they are little animals with four hand, two legs, two hand, hand animals. That's all. Yes. Rejected them. Vedic civilization rejected them, mlecchas and yavanas. But they can be reformed. The process is the same. Not that because they are rejected, they cannot be reclaimed. They can be reclaimed also. Just like you are being done. (Ed: note His Divine Grace did NOT say “HAVE been done”) Although you are coming from the mlecchas and yavanas, by training, you are becoming more than a (ED: until we are qualified) brähmaëa. So there is no bar for them. Unfortunately, these rascals do not agree to accept. As soon as you say, "No more illicit sex," oh, they become angry. As soon as I say, "There is no meat-eating," they become angry. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na çamayati (?). The rascals, fools, if you give them good lessons, education, they will be angry. Prakopayati na çamayati. Payaù pänaà bhujaìgänäm (?). The snake, if you give him nice milk and banana, the result will be he will increase his poison. Payaù pänaà bhujaìgänäà kevalaà viña-vardhanam. But Kåñëa's grace, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's grace, they are being now trained up.

and REVISE the whole edition of the western civilization, 

especially in America.

Then a NEW CHAPTER will come in.
THIS IS THE PRO GRAM.

THEREFORE varëäçrama SCHOOL  required.
Hådayänanda: So Prabhupäda, in this varëäçrama college, is it true that there will be no need, for example, for teaching material history and mathematics and...?

Prabhupäda: No, there is no need. History, we simply read Mahäbhärata, history of the great men, Päëòavas, how they were fighting for the good cause, how they were reigning. That history. Not this rascal history. If you study that history millions of years, what is that history and what you'll learn from that history? You learn history of the really great men, how they worked, how they ruled. That is a... You study history of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira.

Hådayänanda: Mahäbhärata.
Prabhupäda: Study the history of Mahäräja Parékñit. That is required. Not that simply chronological record, all nonsense, and big, big books, and making research. Why should you waste your time in that way?

Hådayänanda: Jaya. Yes. And so...

Prabhupäda: Hm? History must be for great person. This is history.

Hådayänanda: So in our varëäçrama college the students that come to our college, they follow the four principles... They follow...

Prabhupäda: Four principles essential. Essential.
But only the çüdras or the kñatriyas... Just like kñatriyas, they have to learn how to kill. So practically, they should go to the forest and kill some animal. And if he likes, he can eat also. If he likes, he can eat also.

Hådayänanda: What he kills.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But not from the slaughterhouse. Those who are kñatriyas, they can, they're allowed sometimes to eat meat. It is understood Bhéma, Bhéma also eating sometimes meat. Bhéma. Amongst the Päëòavas, only Bhéma. Not others. So if the kñatriyas, they want to eat meat, they can be allowed on particular occasions. But they must go to the forest and kill the animal. Not that for meat-eating regular slaughterhouses should be maintained. This is all nonsense, degradation. If you want to eat meat, you go to the forest. And the çüdras, they also sometimes eat meat. Or the caëòälas.
Hådayänanda: But never the cow.

Prabhupäda: No. Cow... The çüdras, they can take a goat and sacrifice before the deity, goddess Kälé, and then eat. Nobody should be given unrestricted freedom to eat meat. Or wine. If one is adamant to drink wine, then there is Caëòé-püjä, Durgä-püjä. That means restriction. That means restriction. Under certain condition. Similarly, sex life--marriage. That is also sex life, but under condition.

Satsvarüpa: Çréla Prabhupäda, is this school for women also, or just for men?

Prabhupäda: For men. Women should automatically learn how to cook, how to cleanse home.

Satsvarüpa: So they don't attend varëäçrama college.

Prabhupäda: No, no.

Varëäçrama college especially meant for the brähmaëa, kñatriya and vaiçya.
Those who are not fit for education, they are çüdras. That's all.

Or those who are reluctant to take education--çüdra means. 
(Ed: i.e. anyone not willing to be properly trained up in a varna by qualified brahmana teachers who themselves have learned from sastra and guru.)
That's all. They should assist the higher class.

Hådayänanda: Would the brähmaëas learn Sanskrit?

Prabhupäda: Eh? Not necessarily.

Hådayänanda: Not necessarily. Just more philosophy.

Prabhupäda: Just like I am translating all the books, similarly, any book of knowledge can be translated into different languages. Not that one has to learn Sanskrit. Why?

Hådayänanda: Not necessary. So in this varëäçrama college there would be two divisions, varëa and äçr... Learning a materia...

Prabhupäda: First of all varëa. And äçrama, then, when the varëa is perfectly in order, then äçrama. Äçrama is specially meant for spiritual advancement, and varëa is general division. It must be there in the human society, or they're on the animals. If varëa is not there, then this is a society of animal. And when the varëa is working perfectly, then we give them äçrama. Varëäçrama. That is later on.

Hådayänanda: First they should be taught a skill.

Prabhupäda: Yes. First of all, the whole (S)society must be divided into four varëas.
Otherwise, there will be chaotic condition.

That is what is the position now.
What is he, what he has to do, one does not know.

And there are so many unemployment. But if you organize the society into varëas, there will be no question of unemployment.

Hådayänanda: But from the very beginning there should be taught Bhagavad-gétä and...

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Hådayänanda: From the very beginning we should teach Bhagavad-gétä?
Prabhupäda: Yes. But our, our position is that we are above varëäçrama.
But for management or ideal Society,

we are introducing this.
We, so far we are concerned, Kåñëa conscious men, we are above varëäçrama.
But to show the people that we are not escaping,

we can take part in any order of life.
That is our position. Just like if I brush somebody's shoes, that does not mean I am shoemaker. My position is the same. But to show how to do it... Just like a servant is doing. The master is, "Oh, you cannot do. Just see." Just like I show you sometimes how to mop. So I am not a mopper, but I am showing how to mop. So our position is like that. We do not belong to any varëa and äçrama. But we have to show these rascals. Just like Dhruva Mahäräja. He, he was perfect Vaiñëava, but when he was king, he was fighting like anything. Not that, "Oh, I am now become Vaiñëava. I cannot kill." What is this? He killed like anything. When the Yakñas attacked his kingdom, he was killing like anything then the Yakña-räja came and asked him to pardon this. He immediately accepted. So he wanted to give him some benediction, that "You are so great that simply on my request, you have stopped killing these rascals, Yakñas. So you can take some benediction from me." He said, "That's all right. Thank you. You give me the benediction that I may be a pure lover of Kåñëa. That's all." This benediction he asked. Although he was so powerful and, the Yakña-räja, he could give him the wealth of the whole universe. But he made that, "Thank you very much. You give me this benediction that I may remain a pure devotee of Kåñëa." This is Vaiñëava. He is doing everything, but his aim is to please Kåñëa. Similarly, even if we take to varëäçrama, we do not belong to any...

Just like Kåñëa says, mayä såñöam. "I have inaugurated."
But Kåñëa has nothing to do with varëäçrama.
Similarly, if we act as varëäçrama, 

still, we have nothing to do with the varëäçrama.
Hådayänanda: Prabhupäda, can you say something about the training for a brähmaëa.
Prabhupäda: Yes. They are satyaà çamaù damaù. He must be truthful, he must control the senses, control the mind... çamo damaù,... He must be tolerant. He should not be agitated in trifle matters. Satyaà çamo damaù çaucam. He must be always clean. Three times he must take bath at least. All the clothing, all, everything is clean. This is brahminical training. And then he must know all what is what, knowledge, and practical application, and firm faith in Kåñëa. This is brähmaëa.
Hådayänanda: So what kind of practical work could we engage them in?

Prabhupäda: They'll be teaching. They'll be all teachers.

Hådayänanda: Oh, they'll be teachers.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like Droëäcärya. He was brähmaëa, but he was teaching military art to the Päëòavas. General teacher class will be the brähmaëas. It doesn't matter what he's teaching. But teaching, perfectly teaching, how to become a military man. Arjuna's fighting was due to Droëäcärya. He learned it from Droëäcärya. He was a brähmaëa. But because he took the position of a teacher, he taught very perfectly.

A brähmaëa should be expert in every kind of knowledge.

If requires, he'll become teacher. This is brähmaëa.
Hådayänanda: So brähmaëa can teach how to fight?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Brähmaëa means intelligent, brain.

So in intelligent brain one can learn anything and teach anything.
Satsvarüpa: This is all very new.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: This is very new. It seems there'll be many difficulties. So we should try to start this school.

Prabhupäda: What is the difficulty? If I teach you how to cook, is it very difficult?

Satsvarüpa: Yes, we have to... No, we have to learn, though.

Prabhupäda: Then similarly, like that. Like that. I am doing that. I am teaching how to mop the floor.

Satsvarüpa: Then it becomes easy.

Prabhupäda: But I must know everything because I am a teacher.

Hådayänanda: So, for example, if I become a teacher at varëäçrama, say, the first teacher at the varëäçrama college, then I have to also become expert at how to fight, how to...

Prabhupäda: Not all of you, but some of you must be, must learn the art of fighting also. But in a practical you are not going to fight. If required, you can fight.
I say that we are above all these varëäçrama, 
but we must train others 
or ourself also
for material activities, 
everything, 
under these divisions.

Viñëujana: For example, in New Vrindaban we have brähmaëas that are very expert at tilling the soil and taking care of cows.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Viñëujana: And they could travel around and teach others how to do that as well.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 
That's right. He is brähmaëa, 
but he's teaching how to take care of the cows and ploughing.

Hådayänanda: It's not that one teacher has to teach everything.

Prabhupäda: No, no.

Hådayänanda: Oh, I see. So a brähmaëa teacher should become expert in a particular subject and then teach that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hådayänanda: Oh. It's very exciting, Prabhupäda, because all the, at the present time in the...

Prabhupäda: No, the thing is that actually, at the present moment, 

they are çüdras or less than çüdras.
They are not human beings.
The whole population of the world.

It doesn't matter whether it is western or eastern. That is the position.

So unless they are trained up, 

so the Society's already in chaos,

and it will go on 
still more 

in chaos, chaos. 

IT WILL BE HELL. 

How people will live?

And these rascals are being elected as government men, and they're only making budget how to tax. So one side, there is no rain; one side, there is no rice, especially in India; and one side, heavy tax. So they'll be all confused. They have already become confused.

So in the confusion state it will be very difficult to make them Kåñëa conscious.

Therefore preliminary help should be given.

Viñëujana: Preliminary.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That they should not be in chaos and confusion. Otherwise, how the brain will work?

Viñëujana: Yes. No one can give rapt attention without peace of mind.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. Our main aim is how to give them Kåñëa consciousness.

But if they are already disturbed in every respect, then how they'll take it?

Therefore we are taking these subjects, to

help him to come to the Kåñëa consciousness.

And this is the method--varëäçrama.
Hådayänanda: So just to clarify, Prabhupäda, I want to make sure I have it very clear, that if someone comes to our varëäçrama college, even though this may be preliminary help, in general--you've made some exceptions--but in general, when they come to our college, they have to follow the four regulative principles, also learn something about Bhagavad-gétä and then, side by side, they learn a...

Prabhupäda: Four regulative principles compulsory.

Hådayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: But if some of the kñatriya or the çüdras, they want, so that is our prescription: "Go to the forest and kill some animal and eat that." That's all. You can kill one boar. Some disturbing elements, you can kill. You can kill some tiger. Like that. Learn to kill. No nonviolence. Learn to kill. Here also, as soon as you'll find, the kñatriya, a thief, a rogue, unwanted element in the society, kill him. That's all. Finish. Kill him. Bäs. Finished. So other will see, "Oh, the ruler is very strong." And others will... One killing will be lesson for many hundreds and thousands. No mercy. "Kill him." That's all. That was the system. In Kashmir about hundred years ago. If somebody has stolen, cut his hand. Bäs. He cannot steal any more. So one cutting hand means finish. In that part of the world, no more stealing.

Yaduvara: How would the kñatriyas kill the animals?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yaduvara: How would they kill? With guns or bow and arrow?

Prabhupäda: That, as it is suitable. It is not that because the kñatriyas were killing by bows and arrows formerly, you have to continue that. That is another foolishness. If you have got... If you can kill easily by guns, take that gun. Just like formerly, parivräja, Caitanya Mahäprabhu walked on the street. There was no aeroplane or... Or he did not use it. Does it mean that I shall have to follow that? I must take the jet engine. If it is available. If somebody criticizes, "Oh, Caitanya Mahäprabhu walked on leg and you are travelling in the jet plane?" Shall I have to take that ideal? These are rascaldom. When you have to work, you have to work with the greatest facility. That's all. Now I have got the facility of the talking in microphone, and... So why should I not take it? It will be recorded. It will be heard by so many others. I am speaking to four, five men. It can be heard by a big crowd of four hundred men.

Viñëujana: So we should perpetuate this technical skill of...

Prabhupäda: No. We are not going to... But if somebody's interested doing, so we take it, make the best use of it.
Viñëujana: Oh, I see.

Prabhupäda: Just like we do not want money.

But they are having money by so many ways. So we take their money and construct a temple. We can sit down here and chant Hare Kåñëa.

We don't require that temple.

But these rascals are accumulating money for wine and women. Take their money, some way or other, and builds a temple. And invite them, "Come and see." Give them prasädam. This is our policy.

We are not constructing big, big buildings and temples for our convenience. 

For their convenience. 

This is sannyäsé.
Viñëujana: So there should always be programs in the temples for their welfare, not...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Viñëujana: ...that we live there and...

Prabhupäda: No. But we are taking it,

"Now we have got very nice house, room. Let us sleep and eat."

Viñëujana: Then there'll be wide criticism.

Prabhupäda: That is... This is not good.

Hådayänanda: Prabhupäda...

Prabhupäda: You should remain always sannyäsé within. Outwardly, for others' convenience, you may do something. Similarly, we are accepting this varëäçrama. We are not varëäçrama; we are above varëäçrama.
But to give others facility to come to the stage of Kåñëa consciousness,

this program must be done.

Hådayänanda: Prabhupäda, generally in colleges in the West, they charge some fee for going to the college. What is our position?

Prabhupäda: No, we don't charge any fee. There is no question of money. Because the brähmaëas, they'll teach free.
They require money because they have to give fat salary to these rascals.

But we haven't got to. And even we have to feed them, we produce our own grain.

So where is the question of taking money?

So therefore it is required, somebody must produce food.
Then there is no necessity of money.
Hådayänanda: The vaiçya students will produce the food.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Satsvarüpa: Should our children who are at gurukula, when they grow up, should they go to that varëäçrama college, or...?

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. They should go.

Hådayänanda: We'll start it right away.

Prabhupäda: Varëäçrama college means for grown-up students. College means for grown-up students.

Hådayänanda: Is there a minimum age for beginning such a college?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Ten to twelve years.

Hådayänanda: They can start at ten to twelve?

Prabhupäda: Yes. From five to ten years, gurukula. And after ten years, they should go to the varëäçrama college.

Viñëujana: New Vrindaban would be an ideal place in America for such a school.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Organize that.

Viñëujana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I shall go.

Viñëujana: This Mahäräja is also going to New Vrindaban.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.

Viñëujana: He can...

Prabhupäda: Do that. Kértanänanda Mahäräja, you, and combined together, do that.

Viñëujana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: We have got so many duties to do.

Don't waste time, a single moment. 
And don't eat more and don't sleep more.

Then you'll be able to work.

Viñëujana: And this is the most auspicious work for now, is this remedial measure of...?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Viñëujana: This is the most auspicious work for now, is this remedial measure to stop the chaos in the world?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Viñëujana: That's most auspicious.

Prabhupäda: Most auspicious.

Because if the people are in chaos, how they'll be able to accept the great philosophy?

It requires cool brain.

Viñëujana: For example, in my program...

Prabhupäda: Budhaù. Budhaù. Eh? Yes?

Viñëujana: My program now is I have ten brahmacärés in buses, and everything and we're distributing books. But if the people are in chaos, how they will be able to accept the knowledge in the books?

Prabhupäda: No, not all of them are in chaos. There are some of them. Some of them. Not that all of them. Hare Kåñëa (break) ...in separate department.

Passer-by: Rädhe, Rädhe!

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Just see. Due to the past training, even an ordinary man, he's chanting, "Rädhe, Rädhe."

Viñëujana: When we had our boat, the boatmen every morning were...

Prabhupäda: This is India.

Viñëujana: ...worshiping...

Prabhupäda: Because, due to past culture, even the lowest class of men, he's also great philosopher than these rascals in western countries.

Hådayänanda: So all the other programs should be continued, and this program should be added.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Parivräjakäcärya: Çréla Prabhupäda? Would the...? The persons who would take part in such program, they would have to be devotees in the first place. Is that...?

Prabhupäda: Devotees is... I have already explained. We are all devotees. Past condition, we are all devotees. We are not, we do not belong to this varëäçrama. I have already told you. Suppose I am mopping. So that does not mean I am mopper. But I am teaching how to mop. This is our position.

Parivräjakäcärya: So the students, also, they must all be devotees.

Prabhupäda: YES. Devotees are... That is our life and soul.
(Ed: Here we find the actual situation. The varnasrama college is primarily and principally for OURSELVES as Iskcon devotees. If we read these three conversations of March 10th, 12th, 15th and the one of Hyderabad April 20th with that in mind, it becomes all the more clear. It appears that this did not completely register with the Prabhus at the time, as with the “Ultimatum” of January 21st, the pitch of February 14th until the unequivocal final orders of October 8th &12th,1977.) 

Satsvarüpa: And the idea is that after they've finished their schooling, they would take part in ISKCON, preaching in some way as vaiçya or...

Prabhupäda: Yes. This preaching is also required, to make the groundwork.

Because nobody's taking care.
Just like some of the devotees, great devotees, they took the profession of becoming thief. They, in South India, it was done so. They took the profession of becoming thief. So a devotee is a thief? But he took. They took it. Because nobody was paying. So they organized a plundering party. "Plunder all these big men." Just like the politicians do. There is history. Yes. So even up to the point to become a thief, devotees took it. Yes. And the gopés, even up to the point of becoming prostitute--for Kåñëa.

So for Kåñëa's sake we have to accept any nonsense type of business.
Or on the highest grade. 

Anything.

But for Kåñëa we have to do that.

Hådayänanda: So, Prabhupäda, in our temples, we have so many devotees. Should the devotees...?
Prabhupäda: They should be engaged.

Hådayänanda: Should they be trained in a particular...?

Prabhupäda: Yes.
Those who are not  able to preach or to do other things,

they must go  to the plough department, agriculture.
(ED: above: “this preaching also required”, “But you take. YOU show them” “You learn and do it” “Now you learn this art” etc.)
Hådayänanda: Those who cannot preach.

Prabhupada: Yes. Those who are less educated, not very much expert in preaching,

they MUST BE ACTING as kñatriya or vaiçya, or as çüdra.
Prabhupäda: Not he's çüdra. 

Always remember that.
But he has to act to fulfill the, fill up the gap. Proxy.

Hådayänanda: So we should encourage people, young people, young students to come to our college.

Prabhupäda: They'll automatically come 

if you are ideal. 

Because they are being forced to poverty. 
So when there is a question of poverty, they'll come.

Hådayänanda: Room and board and training.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This poverty. 
Why there is poverty?

Because they are not producing food.
Everyone wants so-called comfortable life.

So-called education. Sitting idle in the table and chair, and talking all gossips, nonsense, and sleeping. They have been trained up in this way, çüdra.
Hådayänanda: So they should be trained to rise early and so on.

Prabhupäda: YES. No, if you keep healthy, then you will naturally rise early in the morning. But if you... Because you have lost all, what is called? Stamina?

Hådayänanda: Yes. Yes.

Prabhupäda: Therefore sleeping is my only business. Sleeping means for the weak. And for the strong, perspiration. This is the sign. When a man sleeps too much, he's weak in his health. And the strong man will perspire. These are very... Balera ghäma, and the durbalera ghuma. Ghäma and ghuma. Ghuma means sleeping, and ghäma means perspiration. (break) ...principle. And human beings means trained up under principle. That is the difference between animal. The animals, they cannot take up any training. But the human being, this human form of body is meant for taking training.

So if they are not properly trained up, they remain animals
and the whole (S)society in chaos and confusion. That's all.
(break) ...moment, the human society's so degraded that even we are walking, this is also risky. This is also... Gradually, it is becoming. Just like in our New York... That Berkeley? Berkeley? No. Brooklyn. It is difficult to walk due to the ... They immediately: "Whatever you have got, give me." There are so many incidents. In such city as New York there is always danger like that. If somebody kills you, nobody will take care of you. The human society has become... And in India still, they are not so degraded. You see. Even at night you can safely walk on the street. But in Europe, America, you cannot with confidence walk alone in the big, big streets. So human being has become so degraded. Less than animals. They can attack you. Just like in the forest any ferocious animal can attack you at any minute. The whole big, big cities have become like that. (break) ...example that they have started that United Nations. What they have done actually? United Nations. Eh?

Hådayänanda: Nothing.

Prabhupäda: Have they done anything progressive?

Hådayänanda: No.

Prabhupäda: So? Big, big advertising, "United Nations." All nations, you... Because all the cats and dogs united. What they can do? If the all the world's cats and dogs meet together to make a formula, will they be able? (laughter) 

So actually, this is the proof. They're all cats and dogs. 

What do they know how to unite, how to live in peace. 

They do not know even. Because they're animal, cats and dogs. This is the proof. Just study this institution. What they have done? Am I right or wrong?

Hådayänanda: Right.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So study this institution.

Viñëujana: Thirty years now.

Prabhupäda: Eh? Thirty years they are struggling for United Nations, big, big expenditure, so many humbug, bharam udvahato vimüòhän, humbug program, and no result. Prahläda Mahäräja said, "I am thinking, I am, only for these rascals. They're making humbug program, but there is no action. And for temporary, so-called happiness, without God consciousness. I am simply thinking of them. Otherwise, personally, I have no problem." This was spoken by Prahläda Mahäräja to Nåsiàhadeva. Çoce tato vimukha-cetasa mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän. (break) ...business has become like Prahläda Mahäräja.

We can chant anywhere. That's all right. Kåñëa will provide everything.

We have no business to do.

But we have to take them because we are sympathizer, that so many people are being

killed by this modern civilization.
They had the opportunity to become Kåñëa conscious, but by the
set-up

  of this rascal civilization,

they  
are being killed spiritually.
Therefore we  have to take it. (break)

...devotee, personally, he has no problem, but he pushes himself in this degraded society to teach them 

how to live, how to become gentlemen. 

Therefore... Otherwise, we have no business.
But if we don't give them the opportunity,

they'll not be able to come to Kåñëa consciousness. [ ]

...it will be good for you because Kåñëa will see, "Oh, here is My devotee. He's doing so much for me."

Your service will be recognized by Kåñëa. 

Don't think that because you are teaching a çüdra how to work like this, 

you have become a çüdra.
You are not çüdras, any circumstances.

Even though you teach to a çüdra how to work like a çüdra. (break) ...stand.

Don't misunderstand. Clearly understand what is the purpose. Is there doubt? Or it is clear?

Satsvarüpa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Viñëujana: One good example in New Vrindaban, they're actually doing that. They're training kñatriyas, they're training...

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, yes. That was the very beginning...

Viñëujana: ...vaiçyas...
Prabhupäda: I started the New Vrindaban scheme
on THIS formula. (Ed: varnasrama dharma FIRST, then temples)
Viñëujana: Kértanänanda Swami has carried it out just as you have desired.

Parivräjakäcärya: So in a sense, New Vrindaban is already...

Prabhupäda: Eh? Yes. The starting is already there.

Viñëujana: They even have a court system now. They started it when I was there last time. They have so many members that sometimes someone may commit some offense or something. They even have a judicial type of system where he comes before a board of members, older members.

Prabhupäda: Yes. All fights should be decided by the board. That's nice. And it will be accepted even by the court. Here, in India, there is such system. A board of five, ten men in the village, if there is some fight between two parties, whatever the board will decide that will be accepted in the court. Païcäyeta. It is called païcäyeta system. (break) ...tion. You join. There will be no scarcity. This will engage people. Some are, some of them will be engaged to produce food. Where is the question of scarcity?

There is food,   there is   MILK. (ED: NOT from the slaughterhouse)

Eat and DRINK 

(ED: NOT turn it all into curd, throw away all  the whey, and sell it all to cover up for our incompetent management and wasteful lifestyle.)

and B E  human beings.
Viñëujana: When we first go to open a temple in a city we get an apartment or a storefront. But then, when more and more people come, then we should get land and cows and everything and...

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.

Viñëujana: ...and turn it into a society.
Hådayänanda: Ah, that's wonderful.

Satsvarüpa: Many times our devotees get cheated in business dealings by inexperience. So should they learn from...

Prabhupäda: How to cheat others. (laughter)

Satsvarüpa: No, not how to cheat, but from experienced devotees how to not be cheated?

Prabhupäda: Why should you go to a person who cheats you? (end)

Morning Walk                          March 15, 1974, Våndävana                                                        "Why you are sitting idly, no employment?

Come on to the field!

Take this plow! Take this bull.

Go on working. Why you are sitting idly?"

This is Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Nobody should be allowed to sit down and sleep. They must find out some employment, either work as brähmaëa or as a kñatriya or as a vaiçya. Why there should be unemployment? The same example. Just like I am, this body is working. The leg is working, hand is working, brain is working, belly is working. Why there should be unemployment? You just stop this unemployment, 

you will see the whole world is peaceful. There is no complaint. 

And they'll very happily chant Hare Kåñëa. Hm?

Nobody’s working in this field.
They're all drawn to the cities to work in the factory.

Condemned civilization.
That communist emblem, what is that?
Devotees: Hammer and sickle.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is good.

Indian: Yeah, good.

Prabhupäda: But no hammer. Only this... What is called?

Devotees: Sickle.

Prabhupäda: No hammer. That will be our emblem. Only sickle. Not hammer. The hammer has hammered the whole human civilization. So just make a counter-emblem. The communists will appreciate.

Devotee: Sickle and tilaka.
Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee: A sickle, and then a tilaka.
Prabhupäda: Yes, that is good idea. Guptajé? Come here. (Hindi)

Gupta: (Hindi for few sentences)

Prabhupäda: Rascal civilization, rascal government. And people are transferred into rascals. (Hindi) Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Without anna, how they can live? There is no arrangement for anna. They're simply passing resolution, legislative laws. And no anna. Just see what kind of wretched government it is. Everywhere. There is no anna. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. The first duty of government is to see that everyone is happy, without any anxiety. These preliminary necessities of life, ähära-nidra-bhaya-maithunam, there must be sufficient arrangement for these preliminary necessities of life. One must eat sumptuously. Not over-eating, indulgation. No. But he must have sufficient food to keep up the health. Similarly, he must have place to sleep.

We, we are prepared to offer everything. AND be Kåñëa conscious.

This is our mission.
Not by eating and sleeping, become rogues and thieves and rascals.

That we will not allow. 

That is varëäçrama-dharma. 

(Ed: enjoy what is allotted to you according to the four COOPERATIVE livelihoods viz. charity, tax, exchange and barter of the vaisyas’ production of cow and bull protection)

(Hindi conversation for a few sentences) Why unemployment? There is no scarcity (of) water. Just have a big well. Electricity pump water. Oh, immediately, it will be all green. Immediately. (Hindi for a while) Jayo! Hare Kåñëa! 

(break) ...all round, for the benefit of the human society.

You'll be honored (Ed: not fallen and dishonoured) everywhere.

Everywhere, any part of the world. And automatically these bogus avatära, incarnations, God, and yogis and swamis will be all doomed. You see? These rascal society, avatära, "Bhagavän," incarnations, yogis, these rascals will be doomed.

Gupta: These (indistinct) ought to be finished. They cannot remain.

Prabhupäda: No! (Hindi) ...that glowworm. Glowworm (Hindi) beautiful (Hindi) darkness hai. (Hindi) So long people were in darkness, they were beautiful. Now there is sunshine.

Gupta: Yes.

Hådayänanda: Prabhupäda is the sun.

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) (break) ...the anxiety of Prahläda Mahäräja, "How these rascals, who have made a plan for happiness of a few men, gorgeous plan." And they're... For happiness of the government servant. That's all. You know in Delhi there is Planning Commission? What is that plan? That people may starve, and Indira Gandhi and company may flourish. That's all.

Gupta: I think, Mahäräja, they are coming to the office at twelve and going back at one, doing nothing, and...

Prabhupäda: But what they have got to do?

Gupta: They are not doing...

Prabhupäda: Just like I have seen in London the Parliament. When they had some so-called empire... Now the Parliament is useless, useless. The Parliament members and the Lords, House of Lords, House of Commons, they are now useless. They have got some old books only. In Parliament. I have seen. Some old books. Old books means all the speeches are recorded in books. And who is going to read them? Almiras, so many... I have seen in Parliament. Hundreds and thousands of speeches recorded and bound up very nicely. Who is going to read them? Simply waste of time.

Gupta: They are increasing the load like this.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gupta: Donkey's load. Go on increasing, increasing.

Prabhupäda: Therefore this example is given: ass. For nothing, not for himself. He'll be given a little grass. The grass is available here. But still, he's engaged. Employment. Ass will reap, eat little grass. Grass is available everywhere. But still, he'll work for others, loading, overloading. This is ass. He has no sense, "So why I have taken so much overload? I can get grass anywhere. Let me remain free." But he has no such sense. Neither he will be allowed. (laughs) This is ass. Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa... (break) ...there are many bäbäjés. They are collecting cäpäöis and smoking bidi, and have one or two women. That's all. It is going on.
So they should be drawn: "Come on!

Chant Hare Kåñëa and take the plough."

Not that you become Rüpa Gosvämé simply by smoking.

They are thinking they have become Rüpa Gosvämé. Rüpa Gosvämé lived like that.

So they think by changing the cloth, loincloth,

they have become Rüpa Gosvämé.

And whatever nonsense they like, they can do. (break) ...taken and

all these bäbäjés should be employed,

"Chant Hare Kåñëa and draw plough."

Then it will be nice.
Jayädvaita: In America too, the...

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayädvaita: In America too, the big intellectuals and professors, they can also be... We can have ploughs for them.

Prabhupäda: Yes, because they're wasting time.

Better produce some food. At least, your food.

You are living at the cost of others.

(Ed: especially the lives of cows, bulls and calves)
What is the value of your philosophy?

That... To... In the Bhagavad-gétä: etaj jïänam, tad ajïänaà yad anyathä. To search out the Absolute Truth, that is jïäna, knowledge, philosophy. Anything else, that is ajïänam. (break) ...I think it is so that if you cannot use your plot of land, then it will go to the government. Is it not?

Gupta: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So similarly, if the government cannot utilize, it comes to us. WE shall work. Is it not good?

Gupta: Very good.

Prabhupäda: There must be some law like that. The government has taken from the public because it is not being worked out. Now we shall work. Give us this land. (Hindi) "You have taken from the public. Why should you not give us?" So that there will be no question, even government does not, we shall go and occupy, occupy, and go on tilling. What the government will...? Public will support us.

Gupta: Again it is being distributed to their relations, those who are in the power, and then they do not work again.

Prabhupäda: Again

Gupta: Then it remains...

Prabhupäda: Then whatever field is not being worked, we occupy them, and begin to work. And invite all the unemployed, "Come and join us. We shall give you food, shelter, everything." (break) ...
how Kåñëa is setting example. 
Kåñëa is saying that "I have already arranged the result of this fighting. Everyone will be killed." Nimitta-mätraà bhava savyasäcin. 
But still, He is inducing Arjuna to work. 
Not that He's already (indistinct), "I am your friend, Kåñëa. Everything will be done." 
"It will be done, but you have to work."

Gupta: Maybe a friend or not.

Prabhupäda: This is philosophy. 
Not that "Because I am friend, I will do, and you will sleep and get dysentery." No. You have to work. Everything is already arranged, but you must work. That is wanted. Otherwise, why Arjuna was induced to fight. Kåñëa has already arranged. And Arjuna also: "Yes." Kariñye vacanaà tava. "Whatever you say..." This is Kåñëa consciousness. (break) ...politician, Balavanta? He's not here. So let him preach that "We shall, if you take our Kåñëa consciousness movement, there will be no unemployment." He can at least give this manifesto to the..., "There will be no more unemployment." People will be very nice, very glad to hear. Now this machine, this machine nonsense means unemployment. One machine will work for hundred men. So hundred men becomes unemployed, and one technician, he gets all the salaries. To work on the computer, com...

Devotee: Computer, yes.

Prabhupäda: Machine. And he's very expert. He'll take three thousand dollars. And others will be unemployed. This is going on. And they are thinking: "Advancement of civilization." Advancement of civilization means "Exploit others and you become happy." This is advancement of civilization. "Others may die for such, out of starvation, and one man takes all the money and spends it for wine and women and motor car." That's all. This is advancement of civilization. Sarve sukhino bhavantu. This is Vedic civilization. "Let everyone be happy." That is Vedic civilization. And the demonic civilization, they're: "Let everyone suffer; I become happy. That's all." And Vaiñëava is thinking, "For my salvation it is already guaranteed." But he is thinking, "How these poor people will be saved?" Çoce tato vimukha-cetasa mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän. Prahläda Mahäräja. This is Vaiñëava's position. Para-duùkha-duùkhé. He's unhappy by seeing others unhappy. For himself, he has no unhappiness. Para-duùkha-duùkhé. Kåpämbudhir yas tam ahaà prapadye.
This is Vaiñëava philosophy.

Vaiñëava shall work hard, undergo all tribulation, for others.

He has no problem. A Vaiñëava has no problem. Because he has taken shelter of Kåñëa, he has no problem. Kaunteya pratijänéhi na me bhaktaù praëaçyati. Kåñëa also gives guarantee, "Anyone who has taken shelter of My..., he is saved. I will give him protection." Kåñëa says, ahaà tväà mokñayiñyämi sarva... Everything is there. For Vaiñëava there is no suffering, personally. But he is very much anxious: "How these rascals will be happy?" That is his business. "These rascals are misled. They are going astray, unhappy. So how they should be happy?" So that is Vaiñëava's business. So the Vaiñëava, therefore, will have no politics.

Politics means planning for one's own happiness. That is politics.

So in our society there should be no diplomacy, no politics.

Everyone should be eager how to do good to others. That is Vaiñëava.

If he's planning something, that "I shall be leader," "I shall be doing something," that is not Vaiñëavism. That politics is not good.

Devotee: It seems that people are so attached to sense gratification, if we tell them we want to stop all these facilities for drinking, cinema, women, like that, they become angry.
Prabhupäda: So that, that is natural. If you give good instruction to a rascal, he'll be angry. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na çamayati (?). Mürkha, a rascal, if you give him good instruction... But give him practical. "Come here. Sit down. Take prasädam. Chant Hare Kåñëa. And help me by doing this." In this way you have to... Just like a child. Child does not want to go to school, but some, by... Find out some means so that he'll be induced. That is intelligence. He'll be angry, naturally. He's a rascal. He'll be angry. That is not unnatural. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na çamayati (?). Just like a snake. You feed the snake with milk. It will increase the poison. That's all.
Practically attract. Practically attract.

That is the Hare Kåñëa movement will practically attract the people.

If the world affairs are adjusted according to our Kåñëa conscious plan, there will be no difficulty for all the nations, all the countries.

They will be happy.
So we have to educate people gradually.

And by our example,

LIVING EXAMPLE,

we'll have to attract. (pause)

Local people: (calling out in distance) Hariläljé! Hariläljé!

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Jaya. At least they are remembering Hariläljé by seeing us. So much benefit was in that. Eh?

Gupta: When we pass, people say "Hare Kåñëa, Hare Räma."

Prabhupäda: This is the test of Vaiñëava. If one is actually Vaiñëava, then by seeing him one will chant Hare Kåñëa. This has been created all over the world. Yes. Wherever we go, they chant Hare Kåñëa. Even at midnight in Athens. Yes. That we have experienced. This is the definition given by Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Jayädvaita: Prabhupäda, if Kåñëa had already done all the work at Kurukñetra, so why was He so eager to have Arjuna work?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Jayädvaita: Because He'd already done the work.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayädvaita: Why did He want Arjuna to work?

Prabhupäda: Just to show example, that "Don't sit idly, rascal. Work." Kåñëa has already done, but you must work. This is the example.

Jayädvaita: People will argue that "Why should we work? If we can make an arrangement for being idle..."

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayädvaita: People argue that "If we can make an arrangement to be idle, then it's nice. We've worked so hard. Now we can be idle. That's nice."

Prabhupäda: Then, that, if you become idle, you'll be diseased. You'll have dysentery. That's all. That will not help you. You'll have to suffer. That, that, that stage has already come. Because so many rascals are idle, now there is so many things want.

So you'll suffer. If you don't work, then you'll suffer. (end)

Morning Walk                 March 26, 1974, Bombay

Prabhupäda: ...not this, not that. That will not help. You must act in such a way that these people accept you as superior. [break] ...(Hindi) [break] ...not a paid servant. [break] ...bring Bhagavän at your control. You can bring Him at your control by love. Just like Yaçodämayé... She's showing the stick: "Kåñëa, if you do like this, then I will chastise you." And He's crying. That is premä. [break] Premä pum-artho mahän. That is the highest achievement, to achieve the love of Godhead. And if you love God, then you achieve love of everyone. (Hindi) [break]

Prabhupäda: ...one is Kåñëa conscious, he cannot have any good qualities. And if one becomes Kåñëa conscious, all the good qualities will automatically come out. So therefore this is the only treatment, to educate people how to become Kåñëa conscious. Then everything will be settled up. One remedy.

Guest (1): For all disease.

Prabhupäda: All disease. That is also... Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena sevate, sa guëän samatétyaitän... [Bg. 14.26]. These varieties of different qualities due to these material modes of nature, but if you transcend... Just like if you remain in the water, there are so many symptoms of danger. You come out of the water; there is no danger. You cannot expect, even if you have got the best boat, you cannot expect that you are safe in the water. But if you remain one inch above the water, then there is no danger. So this devotional service is like that. Sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate [Bg. 14.26]. As soon one is fully engaged in devotional service, then he's above this material atmosphere. (end)

Morning Walk                           April 3, 1974, Bombay

Dr. Patel: Sarvam etad åtaà manye yan mäà vadasi keçava, na hi te bhagavän vyaktià... [Bg. 10.14].

Prabhupäda: Now, this is understanding of Bhagavad-gétä, that 

"Whatever you say, I accept as truth." 

Not that "This portion..." 

Interpretation: "This portion I don't like. This portion is nice." No. 

Everything is nice. 

Whatever Kåñëa says, everything is correct. That is understanding.

Morning Walk                             April 10, 1974, Bombay

...stopped to become  real brähmaëa and give instruction to the society, 

and they also stopped giving charity to the brähmaëas. 

So therefore the Society 
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is so fallen. 

There is no instruction from the brähmaëas and 

no charity from the kñatriya and vaiçya. (Ed: foodstuffs from protected cows and bulls)[break]

Morning Walk                             April 12, 1974, Bombay

Giriräja: "...violent and they never claimed any false prestige. They were all bona fide brähmaëas, and there was no reason to think that their blessings would be useless."
Prabhupäda: (break) ...social divisions. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
The other varëas, they would give simply to the brähmaëas charity.

And the brähmaëas were so advanced that simply by their blessing, they will get all benefit.

So there must be a class of men who can actually benefit  simply by his blessings and the society must maintain them. 

(Ed: with charity, protection and try to execute or follow their advice based on sastra guru and sadhu)

THIS  is  real  Society. 

And everyone is çüdra, engaged in technology--then what benefit you will get? Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. There must be a brahminical class, a kñatriya class, a vaiçya class, a çüdra class. Not that all çüdras. Then what will be going on? That is the condition. Everyone is being educated as çüdra. Then what benefit you will get? That is the defect. Hare Kåñëa. (break) Therefore there must be a brahminical class.

Indian Man (2): Selfless class.

Prabhupäda: Ah. Advanced in knowledge, who can teach other people nicely. And they can guide. There must be. That brähmaëa means spiritual guidance, kñatriya means material guidance. So these things are necessity. But where are those brähmaëas and kñatriyas? They are training everyone çüdra. Work hard like hogs and dogs and fill up your hungry belly. That's all. This is the modern civilization. (break) [ ]

Prabhupäda: But one thing is that Vasudeva was also thinking of Kåñëa and he is also thinking of Kåñëa. As a simple agriculturist, he is also thinking of Kåñëa. And Vasudeva also, when he was asking him, "Go and take care of your children there," that was thinking of Kåñëa. 

If the thinking of Kåñëa is there, then either kñatriya or vaiçya or brähmaëa, 

it doesn't matter. 

Everyone gets the same benefit.
ya eñaà puruñaà säkñäd
ätma-präbhavam éçvaram
na bhajanty avajänänti
sthänäà bhrañöäù patanty adhaù
Everyone should understand that 

"Whatever I may be, I am eternal servant of Kåñëa." 

So if this consciousness is maintained and 

everyone is engaged in the service of Kåñëa 

by his work and by his occupational duty, 

then he is perfect.

Therefore we are suffering. 

If we read Bhagavad-gétä as it is, 

then all the solution of human society's problem are there. 

Economic, social, political, religious, cultural, philosophical--everything is there. [ ]

                                                                                                                                                                        He is the Supreme. So unless we accept Kåñëa the Supreme, what is the use of reading Bhagavad-gétä? 

So that we have to accept, and His instructions, as they are given, everything. 

Just like economic solution, there is in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. 

There is need of anna to feed the animals and the human being. 

Simply by passing resolution, conference, it will not do. 

You must produce anna so that animals and men, they may be fed sumptuously. 

They will get strength, then they can work for yajïa. Yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. 
In this way people can be happy.

So everything, solution is there in the Bhagavad-gétä, 

and we are trying to spread this knowledge of Bhagavad-gétä all over the world, and people are accepting. Now we have started in America a political party, "In God We Trust." So they are doing very successfully. People are accepting. They are criticizing the so-called leaders. After Nixon, people are disgusted with the so-called leaders. So we are teaching them what kind of leaders should be selected. The king, the public leader, the brähmaëa, and... At least these three men, they should be free from the four kinds of sinful activities. If they are personally sinful, how they can lead other people? That is not possible. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. If a man is himself blind man, how he can lead other blind men? That is not... It is dangerous for both of them. So the leaders, the politicians, the king, the brähmaëa, they should be very much pure, without any sinful tinge of life. And the pillars of sinful life is illicit sex life and meat-eating and intoxication and gambling. Now, unfortunately, the leaders are teaching people how to enjoy illicit sex life, meat-eating and intoxication. Then how the society can be happy? It is not possible. If you become criminal or if you infect some disease, you must suffer. Similarly, in the material world there are three guëas: sattva-guëa, rajo-guëa, tamo-guëa. 
So if you associate with sattva-guëa, then you become enlightened. 
If you associate with rajo-guëa, then you are, I mean to say, pushed through passion. 
And if you are in ignorance, then you do not know what is right and wrong. 
Käma-lobhädayaç ca ye. The symptoms of rajo-guëa is excessive lust and greediness. And sattva-guëa, they are in knowledge.

Therefore the society must be divided into four classes of men, 
as it is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä: 
cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. 

There are three guëas, and the sattva-guëa, brähmaëa, 
a class of ideal men, must be there in the society so that people can follow them. 
Yad yad äcarati çreñöhaù lokas tad anuvartate. 
If there is no ideal men in the society, how they can be of good character? Therefore the brahminical class of men, I mean to say, in quality, satyaà çamo damas titikñä ärjava, jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam. 
There must be an ideal class of men, brähmaëa. 
The next class, kñatriyas, who can give protection to the society, they should come forward whenever there is danger. They will come forward to give protection to the society. 
Similarly, next, the vaiçya, they must produce. 
Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. The class of men 
should be interested, produce foodgrains and give protection to the cows.

So where are these things? (ED: qualified  brahmana, ksatriya, vaisya as above)

How you can expect good society, good management? 

If you want good society, good management, 

people happy in this life and next, 

then you have to adopt the principles given by Çré Kåñëa Himself in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

And we are preaching the cult of Bhagavad-gétä all over the world. 

That is Kåñëa consciousness movement. 
Thank you very much.  [ ]

But here Bhagavad-gétä is very simple. There is no need of great education. What is the difficulty to understand? If Kåñëa says, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru, where is the difficulty? 

"You always think of Me, become My devotee, worship Me, offer My obeisances." 

Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam: "Divide the society in four classes of men." 

Annäd bhavanti bhütäni: 
"You just produce sufficient foodgrain and eat sufficiently. 

Be strong. Perform yajïa." 

Where is the difficulty to understand Bhagavad-gétä?

Morning Walk                               April 20, 1974, Hyderabad

Just like economic solution, there is in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. There is need of anna to feed the animals and the human being.

Simply by passing resolution, conference, it will not do. You must produce anna so that animals and men, they may be fed sumptuously.

They will get strength,

then they can work for yajïa. Yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. (Ed: “sacrifice is born of the prescribed duties” i.e. the four varnas subsisting on products from from cow protection and agriculture with the bull)

In this way people can be happy.

Generally, we understand, vaiçya means the mercantile class of men. 

NO.
At the present moment the so-called vaiçyas are çüdras, less than çüdras. 

Why? 

Now the vaiçya’s business is kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam 
The vaiçyas MUST be engaged in producing foodgrains, 

but they are not interested. 

They are interested for opening factories 

for bolts and nuts and tires, Goodwheel tires, Goodyear tires. Now you eat tire and bolt nut. No, you cannot eat. You have to eat rice, and rice is ten rupees per kilo. That’s all. Because no vaiçya is producing food grains. This is the defect.

They don’t see the defect. They’re simply howling, bawling, “Oh, it has increased price”. Why not, increased, price? There are millions of people in Bombay city. Who is producing food grain? 

But they are known as vaiçya. 

What kind of vaiçya? 

There is no brahminical culture; there is no brain. 

There is no kñatriya who can give you protection. 

There are so many defects.
So if you want to remodel your life, 

the Society, 

the human society, nationally or internationally—

everything is spoken here, international—

then you have to take to the advice of Kåñëa. 

This 
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is the purpose of Kåñëa consciousness movement: 

wholesale, thorough, overhauling of the human society. 

We have not manufactured anything, concocted things. 

It is very scientific. 

If you actually want to fulfill the mission of your life, 

then you have to take to this advice of Bhagavad-gétä, 

very scientific and spoken by the Supreme Personality of Godhead, 

without any defects.

Morning Walk                             April 20, 1974, Hyderabad
Païcadraviòa: These things, they are also in Manu-saàhitä?
Prabhupäda: That is for... Manu-saàhitä forbids completely. Manu-saàhitä is not religion. It is moral principles for conducting society. Religion is how to become devotee of Kåñëa. That is religion. That is natural. (break) "...shalt not kill," this is expectation. "Someday, in future, one may become religious." That's all. 

Because by killing, killing, they are going
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  downer, down. So if they stop killing, some day they will be able to understand what is religion. Sukåti. 

Because, without being freed from all sinful activities, nobody can understand what is God. 

Therefore about God, in India they can understand very easily. 

(Ed: BECAUSE as vegetarians they had NOTHING TO DO  with killing cows for their MILK)

In other countries they cannot. 

Very few because always engaged in sinful activities, all forbidden sinful activities. 

Just like you said that gambling has been introduced in religion.

 Killing has been introduced in religion. 

What is that religion? The more they take to the sinful activities, the more they become implicated--again birth and birth and birth and birth.

Unless one is completely free, he cannot understand what is God.

Yeñam anta-gataà päpam. You know this verse? The Bhagavad-gétä, yes.

Païcadraviòa: When one becomes free of sinful activities, then he can begin devotional life.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.
yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà janänäà puëya-karmaëäm
te dvandva-moha-nirmuktä bhajante mäà dåòha-vratäù
To sti ck to Kåñëa bhajana is  not so easy, 

that you will go on  committing  all sinful activities 

and you will become Kåñëa devotee.

That is not possible. 

You have to give up, and you have to come. But this is the process. You will be free, and you will understand.

Guru-kåñëa kåpäya.
If one follows bona fide guru's instruction
and he is engaged in devotional service, 

then it is possible.
Then it is possible.

Other wise, if he does whimsically then it will be a failure.
He must carry out the instruction of the guru, bona fide guru.

Guru means bona fide guru, not pseudo guru.
And according... What guru will advise? To be engaged in Kåñëa's service.

These two things will help him. Otherwise it is not possible.

Guru-kåñëa-kåpäya: "By the mercy of guru and by the mercy of Kåñëa."

So both of them should be served. That is the process, not that 

"Now I have become advanced devotee. I don't require to serve guru." 

Neither, "Oh, I am serving my guru. I don't care for Kåñëa," no. Parallel line. Not that "One line I can walk," no. Parallel line. Guru-kåñëa-kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja. Therefore in our temple, along with Deities, guru is also worshiped. Guruñu nara-matiù, if one accepts guru--"Guru is guru, guru is guru"--as ordinary human being, then that is offense, näraké buddhi.
Mahäàsa: That kind of worship is eternal.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Janme janme pita sei. Cakhu-dan kilo jei, janme janme pita sei. [ ]
...This is reasonable understanding of God, apart from seeing God. And because the taste is there (ED: in water)--Kåñëa says--therefore God is there.

According to your capacity, you have to see God like that.

You cannot see immediately Kåñëa, with dvi-bhuja muralé, playing on flute. 
That you have no capacity. 
You have to see God like that. 
So when the rubber stamp is going to be delivered?

Devotee: I will bring it today.

Prabhupäda: So one must be intelligent enough to see God. Now, the bird I do not see, but I am hearing the sound. So one must know there is a nice bird.

Because the varëäçrama-dharma is lacking, 

nobody is being educated as a brähmaëa. 

They have lost all knowledge. Suppose in the society there is nobody educated as engineer; you don't find any engineers. So who will understand this?

Unless one becomes  brahminical qualified, they cannot understand.

Therefore a class of men must be there, trained up as brähmaëa. Then the understanding of God consciousness will be there. Otherwise finished. So now this rascal civilization, they are simply creating çüdras. What they will understand? Simply çüdras. Factories and this, for technology. And because they are getting money, they are thinking,

"Now we have got everything." 

On the money standard.
Actually they have no knowledge. Just like we find a expert electrician and we pay him sufficiently, say hundred dollars, but does it mean that he has knowledge? He is expert in that çüdra's work, that's all.

That does not mean, because he has got money, he has got all knowledge.
But people accept, "Oh, he has money. His life is successful. He has got all knowledge." That's all. And if you go, if you speak about God, "Oh, these men are beggars. They have made a profession." That's all.

So if the (S)society does not accept the proposition of Kåñëa,

cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam, they will suffer because the God consciousness will be lost. It is already lost. It may not be that everyone is God conscious, but a section... Just like it may not be that everybody is a physician, but a physician must remain there, must be there so that when one is difficulty by disease, the physician may help him.

Similarly, if in the Society the brähmaëa class and above,

post-graduate of brähmaëa class, Vaiñëava, is not there,

then the whole (S)society will spoil.

They will indulge in this meat-eating and drinking wine and illicit sex. Then it will be hell, and it has already become. Whole world is full of hellish person. In a civilized country like America you cannot walk alone in the street at night. India is still honest. Any part of India, you can walk. Because the more sinful. Is it not? In New York, especially in Brooklyn or anywhere, you cannot walk alone. Is it not? Yes. Your life is at risk. That Central Park, nobody can walk there...

Païcadraviòa: How do you teach a varëäçrama college? In varëäçrama college if somebody comes in... They say, "I want to be kñatriya" or "I want to be vaiçya." Is it like that?

Prabhupäda: No, that will be tested by the teachers, what for he is fit.

He will be test by the guru.
Païcadraviòa: Who will teach him to be a kñatriya or who will teach him to be a vaiçya?
Prabhupäda: A kñatriya, a brähmaëa. Just like if you want to learn music, you have to go to a musician. (Ed brahmanas & ksatriyas must know how to do vaisya duties if there are no actual vaisyas)

Païcadraviòa: So where will we get kñatriyas and...?

Prabhupäda: That is in the çästra. Anyone can learn it. Just like if you want to be doctor, so you must have this qualification. Similarly, these things are stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. Kñatriya means if there is fight, he must go forward first of all, risking his life. That is kñatriya.
Païcadraviòa: So we have men who could teach this? Do we have men...?

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) Because he knows how to teach. That's all.

Païcadraviòa: The brähmaëas, they all become devotee... They would all be engaged   in  devotional life as...

Prabhupäda: This is also devotion, to teach a kñatriya, because

this is necessary in the society. This is also devotion. (Ed: devotional service)
Païcadraviòa: And vaiçyas?
Prabhupäda: Just like when Kåñëa is fighting. Kåñëa is fighting, killing the demons. So that is also devotion, if you help Kåñëa by killing demons, not that simply by chanting, you supply... Just like Bhismadeva. He even injured Kåñëa, and Kåñëa took it very pleasant. Instead of throwing flowers, he pierced His body with arrow. So everything for the service. If Kåñëa is pleased being pierced by the arrow the devotee will do that. His only business is how to please Kåñëa. Just like, the example is given by Viçvanätha Cakravarté that when a man kisses a woman and bites her, she becomes pleased. Is it not? Is not a fact that that biting is pleasing? Is it pleasing? But sometimes it is pleasing. So one has to learn where to bite and when to... (chuckles) But if a rascal thinks that "Biting is pleasing. I shall bite always," then he is a rascal. (laughter) (break) ...lying down on the Yamunä beach, on the sand with His friends. And if we think, "No, there is no need of bedding of Kåñëa. He was lying down on the Yamunä beach, so He will lie down on the floor." So is... That conclusion is very nice?

Mahäàsa: No.

Prabhupäda: So we must know how to please Kåñëa.

Generally, the çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù, that is pleasing.

Therefore these rules and regulation for everyone.
But when one becomes mature devotee, he knows how to please Kåñëa. He knows.

Nitäi: One question came up the other day when I was talking with this clergyman.

Prabhupäda: Clergyman?

Nitäi: Yes, that man I was talking to was a clergyman.

Prabhupäda: Where he was?

Nitäi: He was on the airplane when we were coming here to Hyderabad. And he was asking what our program was. And I was telling him that first of all, in order to relieve the confusion of society, we wanted to establish the Vedic culture with this varëäçrama system. And he asked me what would be the program that we would have for a man who works in the factory...

Prabhupäda: He is a çüdra.
Nitäi: Would we retrain him as a farmer?

Prabhupäda: No, if he is prepared. If not, let him remain. But we can utilize that çüdra also.

Nitäi: He can remain in the factory.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But he cannot do the work of a brähmaëa.
He cannot be trained as a preacher.

But he can help. Just like my legs. The legs cannot do the work of brain, but it can help me. I am walking.

So leg is as important as the brain.

Similarly, çüdra is as important as the brähmaëa, provided he HELPS the movement, Kåñëa conscious.

That is wanted, not that artificially
a çüdra should be working as a brähmaëa, NO.
But everyone should be engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. That is required.
Nitäi: So in that case he is a çüdra, and he is also doing the work of a...

Prabhupäda: Then he is not a çüdra.
One who is engaged in Kåñëa's service, he is 
neither brähmaëa nor çüdra. He is devotee. 
He is brahma-bhüta. Brahma-bhüyäya kalpate.
Apparently he looks like çüdra.
Just like we have got so many men from different quarters, but we do not belong to that quarter any more. Vaiñëave jäti-buddhiù. Therefore anyone who takes, "Oh, here is an American Vaiñëava, here is an Indian Vaiñëava," that is näraké. He is Vaiñëava. That understanding required.

Mahäàsa: Just like that devotee who was making garlands for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Mahäàsa: He is a devotee. He is not a çüdra making garlands.

Prabhupäda: No. He is not an ordinary gardener.

Païcadraviòa: Or that devotee who was making leaf bowls for worshiping the Ganges.

Prabhupäda: Any engagement, any engagement for Kåñëa, he is Vaiñëava.

If  he is under the guidance of his spiritual master

and doing the business according to the direction,
he is Vaiñëava.

He is above all these.

Païcadraviòa: A çüdra, if he is working, he cannot take brähmaëa initiation, but he can take hari-näma, is that it?

Prabhupäda: Just like sometimes our men, my devotee, they wash the cupboard. Does it mean he is a methar(?)? No. He can go to the Deity room also. He is not a methar(?) or sweeper. But sometimes we do that. So devotee is above all these consideration.
But because there is management,
they should appear as brähmaëa, as çüdra, as kñatriya, like that.
sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate
mäà ca vyabhicariëi bhakti-yogena yaù sevate
A devotee, because he is working as a çüdra, he is not a çüdra;
neither he is a brähmaëa. 

He is already in the spiritual platform.
But for management we have to do that.
One can do the çüdra's work nicely--let him be engaged in that way.
Why he should imitate?

Mahäàsa: Does he get second initiation?

Prabhupäda: Everything he will get.
Mahäàsa: He gets.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Second initiation means recognized: "Now he has become fully competent Vaiñëava." 
Just like master is teaching the servant, "Now you give massage in this way, this way." But that does not mean he has become servant.
Païcadraviòa: What if the person working as çüdra says, "I can do so much. I can...,"

Prabhupäda: First of all, try to understand.
A devotee is neither brähmaëa nor çüdra.
He may act like a çüdra, but he is not çüdra.
He may act like a brähmaëa; he is not brähmaëa.
He is Vaiñëava.
Just like gopés. The gopés, they are village cowherds women. They are, according to social construction, they are not very high class. They did not belong to the brähmaëa class. But their worship, method of worship, has been taken the highest. Ramyä käcid upäsanä vrajavadhü-vargeëa. They were village girls, and practically their character was also not good. Because at dead of night they are going to Kåñëa. But why they have been taken as the most topmost devotee of Kåñëa? Because the love was so high class. It is the test, how much one has learned to love Kåñëa. That is wanted.

Apparently he may  appear as a brähmaëa, a çüdra or vaiçya.
It doesn't matter. It doesn't matter.
The only business is to see: sa vai puàsäà paro dharmo yato bhaktir adho... Aiye. Hare Kåñëa. Jaya.
That is wanted.

Païcadraviòa: What if the person cannot chant sixteen rounds a day. He says, "I can't..."

Prabhupäda: Then he is not even a human being. He is a rascal. That's all.

He is not a human being. What to consider of talking...?
Don't talk about him if he cannot chant sixteen rounds.

He is not even a human.

He is animal. (break) (ED: kindly read up to the end of conversation)

(ED: meaning “sudras” in our Society must also chant 16 rounds without fail, what to speak of...

It it very clearly and categorically emphasised here that the varnasrama His Divine Grace is prescribing for Iskcon DOES NOT MEAN for anyone who is not following the basic standard of SIXTEEN ROUNDS DAILY , THE FOUR REGULATIVE PRINCIPLES, RISING EARLY FOR MANGALA ARATI etc. as even 
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the students in the varnasrama college must follow this, as well as guests what to speak of anyone else)
Païcadraviòa: ...even he may be employed as factory worker or something.

Prabhupäda: Well, if you take factory workers are better than animals, that is another thing.

Nitäi: One point that you made a few years ago in Våndävana was that this demoniac civilization, especially in U.S.A., keeps a man so much engaged, they make them work so hard, just to earn the simple necessities of life, that they don't have time to cultivate spiritual life.

Prabhupäda: Well, if he likes, he can get time because he is not in the factory twenty-four hours. But if one... That is explained, apratihatä. Kåñëa consciousness cannot be checked by any material condition. If anyone wants to become Kåñëa conscious, it is not checked. So there is nothing impediment, provided he wants to become. In any condition of life, sthane sthitaù, if he simply hears about Kåñëa then everything is all right. He will gradually catch up everything and adjust things. But if he has no ears to hear about Kåñëa, then it is difficult. Therefore çravaëam. The first thing is that. The first qualification--he must be eager to hear about Kåñëa. Then everything will come. Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù smaraëam päda-sevanam, arcanaà vandanaà däsyam. (break)

Païcadraviòa: ...such devotees that they do service, they may be very big, they attract so many people, they are successful, kértana and everything, but we know they are not chanting japa. What can we do in that situation? Are we...
Prabhupäda: Situation, he is doing some service. He is doing some service.
Païcadraviòa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So because on account of that service, 

if he could not, that can be excused.

But not that practice should be taken as permanent business.
The   regulation   is  that if you cannot finish your chanting that day,

then next day you should forget sleeping and eating and must finish it.

Païcadraviòa: Some persons we encounter they don't even chant at all, and yet we are in association with them, and they are...

Prabhupäda: No, if you miss on account of busy-ness, 

then next day you must finish it. You should not go to sleep. You should not... 

Yes, that day you should forget all other business. First of all compensate this.

Satsvarüpa: Some devotees have it as a chronic condition, though.

Prabhupäda: Then he is animal.
Satsvarüpa: But still, he's doing lots of good devotional service.

Païcadraviòa: He may even be manager.

Prabhupäda: Then they will get some chance later on. 

What is that devotee, if you do not follow the regulative principles?

The business is that if one day you cannot, but finish.

The next day you must finish.
Now, for eating, he is very eager, and for sleeping, he is very eager, and for finishing chanting, he has no eagerness.
Then he is animal.

It is simply an excuse.

Yesterday you had no time? You were very busy? All right.

Today you forget your sleeping and eating. Finish it. That is wanted. (break)

And only for chanting, you have no time.

This is not allowed. This is not allowed. This is cheating, that "I am so busy."

Païcadraviòa: Most of these devotees in Hyderabad, they are chanting twenty-five rounds a day or more.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. If you can chant more, that is good. (break)

Païcadraviòa: ...must associate with them, that is difficult.

Prabhupäda: But you do your business.
You don't follow them.

That's all.
You remain perfect.
There are many imperfects, admitting, but you try to remain perfect so that they may see you, your behavior, and they may follow you. If everyone is sincere in his activity, then where is the question?

The Society means if I am defective, I am seeing that you are doing nicely,

so I will be  ashamed. That is also teaching. Actually that should be the practice.

If I cannot finish my sixteen rounds due to some business, then

next day I must finish it.

If you say that "Next day also, I am busy,"

then you should forego your eating and sleeping and finish it.
That is the way.

You are so busy, but you do not forget your eating and sleeping.

That is cheating.
If you are so busy that you forget your eating and sleeping, then I can consider that you are very busy. But you do not forget this portion. "Whenever there is opportunity, I sleep and eat. And I have no time for chanting"--this is cheating.
How long you can go on by cheating?

You must finish it. Hare Kåñëa.

Somebody, after initiation he promises,

"Yes, I shall follow these rules and regulations. I shall chant sixteen rounds,"

before the fire, before the Deity, before the guru, and if he does not follow,

then he is a cheater.
What to speak of his becoming a Vaiñëava, he is a cheater.
He breaks all his promises.
Therefore after seeing, observing a person is doing everything, then say second initiation, or then he should not be recommended for second initiation unless the president and the other authorities see that he is doing nicely, he is following. Otherwise he should not be recommended. 
If he is recommended, that is also another cheating. 
If you know that this person is not following the rules and regulation, then why should you recommend him? 
Then it is another cheating.
Viddhi-bhakti must be followed; otherwise it becomes sahajiyä.
Morning Walk                          April 22, 1974, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: You want to support your sinful activities by proving Christ as hypocrite. This is your business. You are such a Christian. And your love for Christ is such. [break] 
...that we have to follow the instruction of the superior. 
Even if he acts something against the instruction, you should not follow it. 

You have to follow his words. 

You cannot imitate his action. 

That is real obedience. 

You should... If he has done something against his instruction, you should know that might have been some particular occasion he has done it, but we are not concerned with that. 

We are concerned with his order. 

That is obedience. He has not ordered me to do this thing. 

So my duty is what he has ordered to me. 

That is my only duty. 

What he has done in particular occasion, that is not my duty to see. [ ]

Païcadraviòa: But if I eat a plant, it is also killing.

Prabhupäda: That is your argument. 

But God says that "Thou shalt not kill." You cannot argue. 

This is the first theory... Suppose if I say something to you, order, you cannot argue. That is not obedience. 

Obedience means  without argument accepted. 

That is obedience. 

That is love.
Room Conversation               May 20, 1974, Våndävana

Gurudäsa: My point was if it is in the bank earning interest, we may die at any moment, so what is the point of in the bank? But if we have some land and utilizing it, it is a better investment.
Prabhupäda: First you purchase, then we shall make program. For the time being, purchase. Actually that is money.

Gurudäsa: Yes.
Prabhupäda: When you sow it, it will bring more money. There will be no problem.

Gurudäsa: In the old system, land and jewelry was riches.
Prabhupäda: Jewelry for rich man, land for ordinary man. Land and food grains, that is money.

ConversationRoom  (2)                       May 24, 1974, Rome

Richard Webster: And Christians, how do you present this? Suppose if someone was a Christian.

Prabhupäda: Yes, Christian, if you take... Just like Lord Jesus Christ is a bona fide teacher, and he has given his teaching, his commandments. If you follow those commandments, then you are bona fide student. But if you don't follow then you are not bona fide.

Richard Webster: And if you try to follow but fail or if you...

Prabhupäda: No, you must follow. You cannot fail. Just like Lord Christ says, "Thou shall not kill." You must follow that. If you do not follow, then you are not Christian. It is not the question of that you could not follow or you are weak to follow. You must follow.

Richard Webster: But the Christians have a thing about forgiveness of...

Prabhupäda: Whatever is there...

Richard Webster: Within the Christian religion there is a strong emphasis on possible failure and forgiveness.

Prabhupäda: No. Forgiveness is... I know that in church the confession program is there. Forgiveness... Suppose you are or I am an offender. I ask your forgiveness.

So you can forgive me once, twice, thrice, not more than that.
You cannot make it a profession that you go on committing sins and God will forgive you. No, that is not possible. That is misconception. That is mentioned in the Bhagavad-gétä, api cet suduräcäro bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk, sädhur eva sa mantavyaù. This suduräcäraù, means offender, that is not willful offense. One person is accustomed to some bad habits, but he has taken to Kåñëa consciousness or God consciousness. But on account of strong habit, if he fails sometimes, that is excused, forgiveness, not that willful committing sin and ask for forgiveness. That is not allowed. In common affairs we do not see. I have got practical, I mean to say, experience. In my householder life I was proprietor of a big pharmacy. So my manager sold some morphia preparation to some unauthorized person. So the sales inspector, they noted it and made us a criminal. And the magistrate called me because I was the proprietor. So my statement was given that "I do not conduct the business directly. Of course, I am responsible for my manager's fault, but I shall be very strict in future. You can forgive me." Immediately I was forgiven. But next time, if I go, if I say like that, that is not forgiven. That is not possible.
So this forgiveness is good for accidental fault. But it cannot be continued, that is a wrong philosophy.

Richard Webster: Does that apply to all the rules of the Kåñëa movement?

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Richard Webster: For everyone. I mean rules about not drinking...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Richard Webster: Would that be a sin in a non-Kåñëa follower?

Prabhupäda: It is for everyone. When we speak something from the Vedic scripture, that is meant for everyone.

Richard Webster: I mean a Roman, perhaps, has never heard of Kåñëa before. He breaks all your five rules, does he not, every day. Is that a sin in him? If he drinks wine...

Dhanaïjaya: He's saying, all the people in Rome who have never heard of Kåñëa...

Richard Webster: They drink wine and do all the things which are... Well, perhaps not all, but anyway, some of them. Would that be...

Prabhupäda: I do not...

Dhanaïjaya: He's asking if they're very sinful if they don't have any knowledge of Kåñëa or any of the rules of our movement.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa... Ignorance is no excuse. If there is law and if you do not know the law, and you commit offense, that is no excuse, that you do not know the law.

(Ed: and if you KNOW the law and commit, then it is an offense to the HOLY NAME)

Similarly, human life is meant for understanding God. That is the main business of human life. If one does not know this law, then he is sinful. [ ]

Richard Webster: Is this due to machines, do you think, to the 

prevalence of machines?

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

It is due to third-class, fourth-class men. 

There is no first-class men. The brähmaëas are considered to be first-class men, the kñatriyas are considered to be second-class men, and the vaiçyas, they are third-class men, and rest, all fourth-class and fifth-class. So at the present moment there is third-class, some, and 

all fourth-class and fifth-class.

There is no first-class and second-class men.
So unless they are, at least some of them are first-class men, ideal, the human

Society is doomed.
It cannot be peaceful. Full of çüdras, fourth-class men.

Our Kåñëa consciousness  movement is meant for creating some first-class men.

This is our ideal.
Therefore we forbid them not to take meat, not to have illicit sex, not to..., because these things are accepted by the fourth-class, fifth-class men: unrestricted sex life, meat-eating, intoxication, gambling. They are not to be indulged by the first-class, second-class men, even third-class. It begins from the fourth-class men. Fourth-class, fifth-class. So if one remains to the category of the fourth-class, fifth-class man, how he can be trained up as first-class man? Therefore these things are prohibited because our aim is to create some first-class men.

Richard Webster: Well, I agree with you.

Prabhupäda: These boys, although they are young men, 

they will never go to cinema. (Ed: or bring videos home).

They are young men. They have got all propensities. But they are so elevated, they have given up all these low propensities, going to the club, restaurant, 

(Ed: take aways, bakeries, pizza shops, cooked food from supermarkets etc)

and cinema or naked dance and this and that, no. Because they are first-class men, they cannot indulge in the third-class, fourth-class proclivities. We are training them in that way. That is required.

Richard Webster: Well, yes, you said restaurants.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Richard Webster: Is it that it depends on the restaurant or is that necessarily bad?

Prabhupäda: Yes, our principle is that we can eat only what is offered to God. So we cannot eat things in the restaurant because it is not offered to God. We may prepare nice things for Kåñëa and offer to Him. Then we take. This is our principle. Yajïa-çiñöäçinaù santo mucyante sarva-kilbiñaiù. Yajïa. Yajïa means worshiping the Lord. So worship the Lord, it is not difficult. Everyone is cooking for eating, every home. So cook certain things which is acceptable to Kåñëa. Then offer to Him and take the prasäda. There is no difficulty. But you become purified. Yajïa-çiñöäçinaù santo mucyante sarva-kilbiñaiù.
Because willfully or not willingly, we are committing so many sins.

Richard Webster: Yes, I appreciate that very much. I only say is it not possible for things to be dedicated to God without actually being placed on the altar in that way? I mean what people may be doing that in different ways maybe...

Prabhupäda: No, thing is, if you want to offer to God, then--God is all-pure--the things you offer, that must be pure. 

And you must follow the instruction of God. 

Suppose if you want to give me something eatable, as a matter of etiquette, you ask me, "What can I offer you?"
And if I say that "You offer me this thing and that is very nice," you cannot offer me according to your whims.

That may not be acceptable by Him.

Richard Webster: Yes, I was thinking...

Prabhupäda: That, your dedication, must be with the sanction of God. If you dedicate something which is not sanctioned by God, then that offering is not pleasing. 

Suppose

I have got a certain taste. If you ask me, "What kind of food I shall prepare for you..." 

In India, still the system is that the housewife asks the husband, the head of the family, "What you want to eat?" (break) 

...offer something to God, you must take sanction from the God if He wants to eat that.

Richard Webster: Oh, well I was thinking of things like work, the work which people do, with that offered to God...

Atreya Åñi: Service.

Richard Webster: The work...

Prabhupäda: Yes, the service also, you must take sanction. Anything you want to do you must take sanction from the Lord.

You cannot do anything whimsically and you think that

"I am rendering service to the Lord."
Richard Webster: Oh, yes, but then the sanction, would that apply to scientific activities like engineering, one of the factories of producing (indistinct)

Atreya Åñi: Would God sanction activities in the factory, technological, scientific world?

Prabhupäda: No, there is no sanction. These are all sinful activities.

Richard Webster: These are material activities.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You have created all these things. God has not sanctioned. God has not sanctioned for running on a factory. Therefore as soon as you run on a factory, you simply commit sinful activities. In the Bhagavad-gétä we don't find any such sanction that you run on a factory, a slaughterhouse or the brothel and this business and brewery no such sanction. But you have done at your whims. Just like in the last war, Mr. Churchill sanctioned or requested everyone to go to the church. What is that "V"? Victory? Yes. And now... Before starting the war, Mr. Churchill and company did not take any sanction. And when they were in reverse condition, then, that time, they are going to the church for victory. So God cannot be made in such a way as order supplier. That is not possible. This is not prayer. You start war whimsically, and when you are in a precarious condition you go to the church and pray God, "Give us victory." What is this? This is commanding God. But you have to follow the commands of God. That is your position. [ ]

Prabhupäda: All right but thing is that after all our prime necessity is food. So why people are not engaged to produce food?

Richard Webster: Well, in Italy they don't like to work on the land any more. They all want to live in town.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the defect. That is the defect.

Richard Webster: Especially in Italy.

Prabhupäda: You do not want to live in the village, farm. In your country I am seeing. America, the farmer's son, they are leaving. They are not coming back to the country. In India also.

Atreya Åñi: Cities have become centers for sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: That's it.

Atreya Åñi: And it attracts...

Richard Webster: Who?

Atreya Åñi: Sense gratification, sensual living.

Richard Webster: Oh, sense gratification.

Atreya Åñi: Yes. So it's attracting undisciplined senses.

Richard Webster: Well, I don't call it sense gratification. To me there's no gratification in city life.

Atreya Åñi: That's because you're wise.

Prabhupäda: On the whole, as I began,

that there is no guiding men. The brain is lacking.

Richard Webster: Well, perhaps I should go now. I've taken too much time. Excuse me. Thank you very much and...

Prabhupäda: Give him some... Give him some... Just wait.

Yogeçvara: It's our custom in Vedic tradition that anyone who comes is offered graciously foodstuffs...

Richard Webster: Oh, thank you, yes, I've been here quite long. Thank you.

Yogeçvara: Maybe you can stay just for a moment.

Richard Webster: Yes, thank you.

Prabhupäda: Gåhe çatrum api präptaà viçvastam akuto-bhayam. In the Vedic civilization even an enemy comes to your home, he should be offered respect. Take more. Now, these foodstuffs are meant for human being. They are not meant for cats and dogs.

You should produce more of this foodstuff. And the remaining balance, the skin, you can offer to the animal. They will eat. You take the substance, and the outward, external skin you offer to the animals, and he will eat.

She gives you milk. This is cooperation.
YOU produce... Man can produce fruits and flowers, grains, take the substance, and 

the rejected portion give to the animal.

She gives you milk. 
You require milk. This is cooperation.

Richard Webster: Well, I do myself because we have a small garden and we grow vegetables, (break)

Prabhupäda: ...will the state allow you to kill somebody and remain peacefully at home?

Richard Webster: Is it wrong to kill, to eat fish?

Prabhupäda: You cannot eat anything, even grass, without the sanction of God, what to speak of fish and others.

You cannot eat even a piece of grass.

Éçäväsyam idaà sarvaà yat kiïca jagatyäà jagat, tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä. Everything belongs to God. You can simply enjoy after being sanctioned by God. Otherwise not. 

This  is real philosophy. Everything belongs... 

Just like in this room, it is supposed that everything belongs to me. Even my students, they ask, "May I take this?" 

They have got right to take, but still, they ask. Similarly, you cannot touch anything--everything belongs to God--without His sanction. This is God consciousness.

Richard Webster: Yes, well, I wholly agree with that.

Prabhupäda: You cannot do anything... 

Richard Webster: I entirely agree with that.

Prabhupäda: ...whimsically. It is not possible. stena eva sa ucyate. 

If anyone does whimsically, then he  becomes immediately thief. 

So you are a big philosopher. Kindly you spread... [ ]

Yogeçvara: During your conversation with this gentleman, you mentioned that there was nowhere any sanction by God for industry or business. So does that mean that these workers in factories and industries, to take to Kåñëa consciousness they could not go on with their work?

Prabhupäda: No. Our recommendation is that whatever position you are, you can chant Hare Kåñëa. So even the workers in the factory, they can chant Hare Kåñëa. What is the difficulty? Even in factory, they take some leisure hours. So why not sit down for five minutes, ten minutes, and chant Hare Kåñëa? Where is the difficulty? Apart from the work they are doing, we are recommending, "Whatever is done is done. You chant Hare Kåñëa. Then everything will be all right." Where is the wrong?

Yogeçvara: But eventually it's understood they must stop their industry.

Prabhupäda: There is no question of stopping. If that is their livelihood, how they can stop it? That is not possible. But they can add this Hare Kåñëa mantra chanting. Then things will be adjusted. It is not possible to stop different methods of livelihood. That is not possible. If one can stop, it is well and good, but even he does not stop, he can chant Hare Kåñëa mantra.
Yogeçvara: But ultimately isn't our idea that the city complexes shouldn't remain, that things should become more spread out to farm and rural areas?

Prabhupäda: Yes, naturally. If this man is fed up with this industry,

he can go back to village and produce his OWN food.

But he is attached to this industrial activity because he is thinking that "We are getting more money for wine and woman and meat. Let me enjoy." That is the perfect, imp...

But if he chants Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra,
(Ed: without offense under the DIRECTION of a bonafide spiritual master by following his instructions, OR conversely if someone is not interested in learning one of the four varnas to cooperatively subsist he must be cheating on his chanting)

his consciousness will be purified and

he will be made not interested this kind of work.

He will go back to village and produce FOOD.

Morning Walk                         May 25, 1974, Rome

Prabhupäda: Yajïa means to satisfy the Supreme Lord. That is yajïa.
So in the Kali-yuga the yajïa is made very easy. (Ed: THIS is the yajna:)

Chant Hare Kåñëa.
SO 
anywhere you go,

chant Hare Kåñëa,

and see that there will be clouds, there will be rainfall,

AND

just work little, 

YOU get YOUR foodgrains, 

(Ed: and get the strength to again perform the yajna)

and chant Hare Kåñëa.

Yogeçvara: They won't like that idea.

Prabhupäda: That means their... That is their disease. The same thing, that 

"Why you are sitting here? Come with me, work." 

"What shall I do by working?" 

"You get money." "Then you'll enjoy." 

"And I am already enjoying." 

That the... This is called mäyä. Mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän. These rascals, simply for little temporary so-called benefit, they have created this working civilization, "Work very hard, very hard." That's all. Whole history... In this Rome city you can see. There are evidences. These buildings are constructed with hard labor. Now those rascals have gone, and they are maintaining, that "They worked so hard." Those who worked very hard they have gone away. Now nobody knows where they are and what they have become. But they are maintaining their bricks.That's all. Brick civilization. (break)

Yogeçvara: No  one goes into the park at night. Too dangerous.

Prabhupäda: Just see. They have created such a civilization.

Yogeçvara: The little boy of President John Kennedy was in Central Park last week, and another boy came and pushed him to the ground and stole his bicycle. The president's son.

Prabhupäda: From the very beginning, stealing, and robbing. What is this picture? One horse without any...

Yogeçvara: I think it is the horse of the hunter.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Hare Kåñëa.

Devotee: They're the knights that live in the mountains here. It's called Alpina, live in the Alps.

Prabhupäda: Ah. (break) ...spoken by Kåñëa,

annäd bhavanti bhütäni
parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù
yajïäd bhavati parjanyo
yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù
Satsvarüpa: Prabhupäda, in the Kåñëa Book, Kåñëa Himself argues that you don't need... He argues at the time of the Indra sacrifice that you don't need yajïa. The rain will come anyway. That's what they say nowadays.

Prabhupäda: That was to irritate Indra. (laughter)

Satsvarüpa: But they take that argument of His. Where is the proof that the rains are controlled by God?

Prabhupäda: No, no. Kåñëa says the rain will come, but Kåñëa never says that without rain you can cultivate. So Kåñëa's purpose was because I am the Supreme Lord, Indra will supply, his father will supply." So that is another thing. Kåñëa never said that "Without rain, you can cultivate." Never said.
Yogeçvara: Well, what if they argue that "Whether we perform yajïa or not, these rains will go on. They are coming now and we are not performing yajïa."
Prabhupäda: "Because I will order. (Ed: the rains to come) You are already performing yajïa, worshiping Me, loving Me." That is Kåñëa's purpose. Tasmiàs tuñöe jagat tuñöa. If you satisfy Kåñëa, Indra's father will be satisfied. Just like if you water on the root of the tree, all the Indras, as branches and leaves and foliage, they will be satisfied. That is the purpose. Kåñëa wanted to impress this that "You simply love Me, and everything will be supplied."

Devotee: Why is it that the rains come in certain parts of the world and in other parts people do not have enough?

Prabhupäda: No, no part of the world is nowadays sufficient rain. Because they are not performing yajïa. Sometimes it is seen that over-rain, overflood, not systematic. 

But if you perform yajïa, there will be systematic rainfall, 

which you can utilize properly. Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù.
Devotee: Kértanänanda Swami says that in New Vrindaban the weather is changing every year. It is getting nicer there. Much more sun and the winter is not so hard.

Atreya Åñi: In New Vrindaban it's getting better.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because there are so many devotees. The people are still being maintained on account of our chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra.
Devotee: By the grace of pure devotee.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) 

...encouraging in our society to take to agriculture to support this 

CENTER. 

I am  purchasing land in Våndävana and Mäyäpura
 to become SELF-SUFFICIENT. 

Whatever production you make, you be satisfied. 

Little vegetable, little grain and little MILK. (Ed: DON’T buy it)

That is sufficient.

Yogeçvara: In the Vedic culture, was the land divided, 

in the sense that some people would receive land free or...?

Bhagavän: This is nice here, this ground.

Yogeçvara: The land in the Vedic culture, some of it was...?

Prabhupäda: 

Land belongs to the king,  and  you take land  for cultivation, and 

you pay 25% tax to the king. 

That's all. 

All taxes. 

If you don't produce, then don't pay tax.

Yogeçvara: Oh, it wasn't forced that you had to pay so much.

Prabhupäda: No.

Atreya Åñi: You pay 25% of what you have produced.
Prabhupäda: What you have produced, that's all. 

Very simple thing. 

Everyone was engaged producing. 

There was no necessity. (Ed: “scarcity of”)

And here the rascals are advising, produce bolts and nuts, tire, and drill petrol. They are not producing food. And the so-called government men, they are levying taxes, and they are enjoying. They haven't got to produce food. They are killing animals, eating, and digesting with wine. And then woman. That's all. This is their business. And food price is increasing daily. They don't mind because they will print paper, and to the supplier they will give paper. That's all.

Bhagavän: Print more paper.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That's all. This is the civilization, cheating, bluffing. That's all. They don't care for the citizens. And as soon as there is some agitation, they declare war, so that they can be engaged, attention is diverted. This is going on.

Bhagavän: Now with paper money, any country can print any other country's money.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is going on. Therefore inflation. Suppose I am an enemy. I print dollars like that, and distribute. So the inflation is there. And the price is increased. If you get money for nothing, you will be prepared to pay anything. Suppose there is one mound of rice. I have got these printed notes. You are offering ten rupees. I will say twenty rupees.

Atreya Åñi: That's inflation.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Because I did not earn this money, I have printed. I am prepared to twenty rupees. So he says, "Why shall I pay ten rupees? I must wait for the customer, for twenty rupees, and hoard it." Even there is sufficient stock, he will not sell. Therefore the other man, who is honest, he is suffering. This is going on. So to stop this inflation, the government must stop this paper currency. Then the inflation... There will be no more inflation. But that they will not do. They want to cheat people. "In God I trust. Take this paper and you be satisfied that you have got thousand dollars." That's all. This cheating is going on. Why should you pay me paper? Give me real dollar, in gold. That they have none. They haven't got. That's all. They will employ laborers and cheat them by paying these papers, and this rascal will think that "I am getting more money." That's all.

Since this world has taken this paper currency, the situation has degraded.

Formerly there was barter exchange. That was  very good thing.

Still in Indian villages, the remote villages, there is barter. Yes.

He has produced some grains, paddy. He will bring to the storekeeper. And the storekeeper will take, "For so much oil, you have to give me so much paddy." So he will weigh and keep it and give him oil. So he will arrange to sell the paddy.

But for the villagers, he brings the paddy and he takes.

They require little salt, little oil, some spices. THAT’S ALL.

Otherwise they have got their own thing. 

(Ed: “MY IDEA is that ALL centers should be self-supported”: see above)

They have got dahl, their rice, wheat, everything.

They have produced.

In this way, still there are, Indian villages. There is no question of scarcity.

Bhagavän: The easiest way to manage, then, is to have everything more or less in small villages.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that was Gandhi's philosophy, village organization. These people, they are attracting villagers to work in the factory, and they are exploiting them. Instead of producing food, they are attracted by so-called high salaries, to the factory, and they are producing bolts and nuts, motor parts. But food is produced somewhere else. But the food producers, they are working in the factory. Therefore scarcity of foodstuff. But this factory owner, he has got more money. He doesn't care. The poor public, they are suffering.

Our philosophy  is  that you produce your food ANY WHERE.
You S T A Y, and keep cows, TAKE 

HYPERLINK  \l "MILKistheBESTFOOD"
MILK, (Ed: NOT from the slaughterhouse)

produce vegetables, food grains,

and chant Hare Kåñëa.

That's all.

THIS is our philosophy. (Ed: see above)
Make

By becoming Kåñëa conscious, you become free from all these troubles of material condition. This is our education.

Don't be after these motorcars, television,

and all nonsense things, sporting, wine, women.

Don't be after these.

Simply eat sufficiently, keep your health  nicely,

chant Hare Kåñëa, realize Kåñëa, and go  back to home.

THIS is our philosophy.

Satsvarüpa: But sometimes, because this materialistic society is so far advanced, you say we cannot actually hope to change it.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That is a fact. We cannot hope to change. But we request everyone to chant Hare Kåñëa.

Yogeçvara: In their factory or wherever they are.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because it is very difficult to close the factory. That is not possible. So whatever you have done, it is all right. But you chant Hare Kåñëa. Then things will be adjusted. We are giving chance to everyone, who is degraded or who is not degraded, by the simple method of chanting Hare Kåñëa. We do not neglect anyone. We do not say, "You are neglected. We don't accept you." No. I accept you and I accept others. What is this? Cemetery? No. It is also part of this park? (break)

Bhagavän: ...people tolerate such obvious mismanagement.

Prabhupäda: As long as they will not take to Kåñëa consciousness, they have to tolerate. They must suffer. That is nature's law. That is said in the Bhagavad-gétä, daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä... You cannot escape all these miserable conditions of... Mäm eva ye prapadyante. If you become Kåñëa conscious, then you escape. What is difficulty to become Kåñëa conscious? Man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru: "Simply always think of Me." We have got nice Kåñëa. And attend the temple, and we see. And what is the difficulty to think of Him always? Or chanting, hearing His name. So there is no difficulty in remembering Kåñëa always. Man-manä bhava mad-bhaktaù. To become devotee, worship the Lord in the temple, prepare food for Him, and take the prasädam--where is the difficulty? The program which we have introduced, where is the difficulty there? But the rascals will not take. That is the difficulty. They will become hippies, but they will not become devotees. Although a better position. This is their misfortune. Duñkåtina, misfortune. In spite of the things being so easy to perform, they will not take to it, on account of misfortune. Duñkåtina. Because they have committed so many sinful activities, it is difficult to accept this. Otherwise, the thing which we are presenting is very easy to be accepted by anyone, even by a child. And actually we see. The children, they are also dancing, chant Hare Kåñëa, and very happy. In Dallas. In all schools the children are unhappy, their face. And we see in Dallas, all children, they are so happy. The teacher is happy. The student is happy there. Have you not marked the face in the picture, how they are happy. Did you mark it?

Devotee: Yes.

Bhagavän: To accept our way, though, they think "That means I have been totally wrong." And they have so much pride that they don't want to change it.

Prabhupäda: That is their misfortune. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na çamyati (?). A mürkha, a rascal, when he is given good advice, he becomes angry. He becomes angry. He does not take for solution of the problem, but he becomes angry. Mürkhäyopadeço hi. Payaù-pänaà bhujaìganaà kevalaà viña-vardhanam (?). Because they are miscreants, like snakes, if you give him milk, his poison will increase. Payaù-pänaà bhujaìganaà kevalaà viña-vardhanam.
Yogeçvara: When I was at the university, there were two kinds of strikes. One was by the students and the other one was by the professors.

Prabhupäda: (laughing) And what about the clerks? They also strike sometimes.

Yogeçvara: They took advantage of the two.

Prabhupäda: Everyone dissatisfied--that's a fact. This is a bad civilization.

Yogeçvara: Jyotirmayé is giving a course in Paris at one university, and there we can't always have our classes. We are scheduled every week, but we've only had two or three. The whole rest of the time the university has been closed because the students were striking. Practically the whole year.

Bhagavän: (car screeches as passing by) So fast and they go nowhere.

Prabhupäda: He is proud that "How fast I can drive!" Just see. And where you are going? "I am going to hell, that's all. Never mind." That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä Just like the flies. They are coming very forcefully. Where? In the fire. Pat! Pa! Pa! Pa! Pa!" They are very busy. And as soon as on the fire, finished. Just see. Very busy. Without inquiring, "Where I am going so forcefully?" But they are going to the fire.

Satsvarüpa: We should go on the walk. The cars are coming on the road.

Prabhupäda: So we shall walk? (break) ...containing three passengers, wasting petrol. Similarly, hundreds and thousands and millions of cars and buses are running all over the world, simply wasting petrol.

Bhagavän: When there was the oil crisis in the United States, they were giving reports how some person would go in his car, go ten miles in a big car to buy one pack of cigarettes. (Ed: or to buy some milk and bread from the local slaughterhouse depot. Sound familiar?)

Prabhupäda: S ti ck  to your own place and grow your food. 
There is no question of transport. 

Little transport is required, that bullock cart. 

Kåñëa was being carried on bullock cart. 

There is no use of petrol. 

Use simply the bull. They are already there. Utilize them. 

N O. 

The bull should be sent to the  slaughterhouse.

Petrol should be used.
Atreya Åñi: They try to solve every problem by transportation, by airplanes, cars. For example, we had this big conference in Montreal. From all over the world came... (end)
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Bhagavän: It appears that by taking to Kåñëa consciousness, one becomes less materially benefitted.
Prabhupäda: That is the benefit they do not understand. Here the philosophy is to make nil material benefit. And that is sometimes havoc for others. Niñkiïcanasya. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says... (aside:) Don't bring near. Niñkiïcanasya. Niñkiïcana means... Kiïcana means something and niñkiïcana means even no something. Kiïcana means something, to possess something, and niñkiïcana means to possess nothing. Niñkiïcanasya bhagavad-bhajanonmukhasya. Bhagavad-bhajana... 

So go back to home back to Godhead, 

is meant for such persons who has nothing to possess here. 

That is very difficult. 

Niñkiïcanasya bhagavad-bhajanonmukhasya päraà paraà jigamiñor bhava-sägarasya. The real aim, real benefit, is how to be transferred to the other nature, spiritual nature. Päraà param. They do not know that beyond the sky, there is spiritual sky, there is another nature. They have no information. Even they do not know what are there in higher planetary systems. They think, "Here everything is..." This is an insignificant planet in the whole creation, but their fund of knowledge so poor, they think this is the position. They are trying to maintain what was achieved.

Dhanaïjaya: We can go down. We can go around.

Bhagavän: The stones seem very rough. Maybe we go back this way.

Prabhupäda: I have no objection.

Yogeçvara: There are stones on the ground, too.

Bhagavän: A little material benefit, that increase, they take to be spiritual.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Gymnastic. Just like a man, by bodily exercise, he becomes a little strong. His digestive function becomes very easy, he can eat more. He can enjoy more sex life. These benefits they want. And if you promise all these benefits, they become attracted. And they cannot understand, tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti kaunteya. After giving up this body, we do not accept anymore material body, but go to back to home, back to... These things they cannot understand.

Yogeçvara: Can we take a picture right here, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: It is beyond their understanding.

Bhagavän: We are the only ones who are preaching like that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Spiritual benefits, they do not understand. What is this building? This is also old construction?

Bhagavän: It's a church. (asking someone:) Is that from the Roman empire? (break)

Prabhupäda: ...in right position. All wonderful buildings, there is no doubt. Such huge buildings in any other parts of the world is not visible. Just the thickness of the building.

Bhagavän: They kept many slaves the Romans. They had many slaves.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Slaves? This word is used in Vedic language also, slave. The Africans, they were meant for becoming slaves.

Yogeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, can we take a picture here please?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kiräta-hüëändhra-pulinda-pulkaçä äbhéra-çumbhä yavanäù khasädayaù. So the Kirätas, they were always slaves of the Äryans. The Äryan people used to keep slaves, but they were treating slaves very nicely. Later on it degraded. Otherwise, slaves were kept just like family members.

Bhagavän: They had no resentment.

Prabhupäda: No, they were very happy. Just like you keep a dog. It is slave but it is very happy under the protection of good master.

Bhagavän: Actually, they like to work hard.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they like to work hard and they want good protection. That is their happiness. Even still in Africa, the servants, domestic servants, Africans, I have seen in Indian family, they are very happy. They are very happy, and the master also takes care of them. They want to eat sumptuously, and that's all. They have no other ambition. They don't want any motorcar or like this, no. And they work very nicely, domestic work, very clean. But sometimes they steal. That is their habit. My father used to say, "If you do not allow the servants to steal, so don't keep." Don't keep servants. "A servant who does not steal, he is not a gentleman. He must steal."

Bhagavän: He must steal.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is their satisfaction. So you must allow them. In old zamindar family, they will pay the manager five rupees per month, salary, and allow them to steal. That was simply a token salary that "You are servant." And the manager was so clever, he would steal, but he would not spoil the property of the master. He will manage very nicely that he will extra, make extra income and steal. The master will not be touched. Master will be happy. Master knows that "I am paying him five rupees. That is nothing." And he is constructing big building, getting his sons and daughters married very luxuriantly. Master is... Even fifty years before, there was a zamindar, Raja Manindra Candranandi. He was very magnanimous man, making various charities. So if somebody will complain, "Sir, your this servant is stealing like this," he would be very angry. The man who complains, he will be angry upon him, "Why do you come and complain?" He will not accept any complaint. Rather, he will be angry with the man who complains.

Yogeçvara: May we have one more picture, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Hare Kåñëa. What are the history of these buildings?

Bhagavän: These were temples here, demigod temples.

Prabhupäda: This style of building, arch, is seen in New Delhi also, constructed by the Moguls. This was also a temple?

Bhagavän: No. This was an arena where they used to watch wrestling, fighting.

Prabhupäda: (break) ...devotees, they do not want any opulence of this material world. They are, what is called, pessimistic. They do not give any value to the opulence of this material world. And it is very good philosophy. But fools and rascals, they are attracted. Now, these buildings were constructed, very highly intellectual men undoubtedly, but they enjoyed, say, for hundred years. That's all. Then their bodies changed, and nobody knows what kind of body he has got. This is materialism. Suppose if you are offered some very nice comfortable life, and if you know that "Next life I am going to become a dog," would you be happy? But they have no information that what next body... Body, he has to take another body. He cannot enjoy. Whatever he has created, he cannot enjoy for good. That is not possible. He has to leave it. Just like these Romans. They have left. They constructed so big, big building just to enjoy, but they had to leave it by nature's force and accept another body. That they do not know. They are satisfied, "Never mind, I accept the next life a dog's body. Now let me enjoy this, say, twenty-five years or fifty years, that's all." This is their philosophy. No future. "Trust no future, however pleasant." In India, those who are interested in spiritual life, they take sannyäsa. Everybody sannyäsa, bäbäjé. Rüpa Gosvämé gave up his service, everything, and became no possessions voluntarily. Big, big kings, Bharata Mahäräja... To practice that "I have no more interest in anything material." (break) ...introduction of my Guru Mahäräja that sannyäsés and preachers may use big, big buildings, motorcars and..., just to give the information to the western world. Because they, if you ask them, that "You become a mendicant, possessionless," still, they are not very much interested. Because they see our dress, our living condition is not very equal to their standard, they do not like. Is it not? Yes. So just to give these Westerners facilities at least to understand this philosophy, this method was accepted by Guru Mahäräja, to live in nice building, to have cars, to use everything for Kåñëa consciousness. Otherwise, nobody would take.
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Prabhupäda: So we can discuss some of the problems, about the problems. Discuss what are the problems.

Bhagavän: Now? We shall discuss now?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

We are going to solve all problems.

Let us have some preliminary discussion, how we are going to solve.
Bhagavän: The biggest problem now is that they have built up a type of society in which their needs are all coming from petrol energy. To produce what they need today is all coming from this petrol energy...

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.

Bhagavän: ...which they are importing basically from the Saudi Arabian countries.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: Now, recently, in the last war in the Middle East, Saudi Arabians raised the price of the oil over double now, I think, as a pressure to the western countries to do things in their favor. Now they realized that the market for oil is in such great demand that they don't have to lower the price after the war, but they are going to keep the price. And actually the price is still increasing. So this is causing inflation.

Prabhupäda:

So this problem will be solved as soon as we are localized.

Petrol is required for transport, but if you are localized, there is no question of transport. You don't require petrol. 
Suppose in New Vrindaban, we stay, we don't go anywhere. 
Then where is the need of petrol?
Bhagavän: Petrol they also use for heating. And electricity.

Prabhupäda: No, heating.
Heating we can do by wood. By nature.
Dhanaïjaya: I remember, Çréla Prabhupäda, you were saying that all we require is some oxen, and the oxen can carry.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

The oxen will solve the problem of transport.

That bullock cart. Just like Kåñëa, when He was transferred from Gokula to Nandagräma, so they took all the bullock carts, and within a few hours they transported them, the whole thing, their luggage, family member, everything.

Bhagavän: How far can a bullock cart travel in one day?

Prabhupäda: At least ten miles, very easily, very easily. And maximum he can travel fifteen miles, twenty miles.

But when we are localized, 

we don't require to go beyond ten miles, five miles.

Because we have created a rubbish civilization, therefore one is required to go fifty miles for earning bread, hundred miles, hanging.

Dhanaïjaya: Like in Los Angeles.

Prabhupäda: Why Los Angeles? Everywhere. In New York they are coming from hundred miles. From the other side of the island. First ferry steamer, then bus, then so on, so on. Three hours, four hours, they spend for transport.

Satsvarüpa: Is this an ideal solution or a practical one?
Prabhupäda: This IS practical.
Satsvarüpa: Because sometimes we say that actually we cannot change the course of the...

Prabhupäda: No, no.

OUR Society will be IDEAL by practical  application. (please read above)
Satsvarüpa: If we stopped all the transportation industry, there would be huge unemployment. It would be a great...

Prabhupäda: No, no, we are not going to stop employment.

We live like this. 

You see. 

If you like, you live like us.
Bhagavän: Example.

Prabhupäda: Example.
Satsvarüpa: Not that we dictate to the... Not that we are going to force everyone.

Prabhupäda: No, we are not going to force anyone.

"Our mode of living is like this. If you like you can adopt."
Just like we chant Hare Kåñëa mantra. So we are not forcing anyone that "You also, you must chant." No. 

We live like this.

Dhanaïjaya: So in fact, Çréla Prabhupäda, we should start using bullock carts.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

NO, 
FIRST OF ALL you start the community project,

as we have already started in New Vrindaban.

Make TH IS perfect.

Devotee: There was a big meeting of scientists in Stockholm, Sweden, and they talked that if humanity don't begin to live in a localized way like you say, in fifty years will be no more source of production.

Prabhupäda: That is rascaldom. We can produce from anywhere, foodstuff.

Bhagavän: What about the question of using petrol for heat? Another import, there is three uses of petrol, or four. One is the transportation, one is heat, another is electricity, and a fourth is they use it to manufacture so many products. So what if someone asks...

Prabhupäda: No, you go on products, with your product. You have created problem, you go on with your problem.

But we live like this.
If you like, you can adopt.
Bhagavän: What is our solution to heat? Wood?

Prabhupäda: Heat? Yes, wood. Sufficient.
Dhanaïjaya: But they are saying they used all the wood for paper, so there's no more wood.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Paper you can make from grass, from cotton. So many other fibers. You don't require wood. You grow grass, sufficient quantity, and you make paper. Why should you publish so many rubbish literatures? Just like you were telling. The Times of India, the newspaper. (Sound of cars) This is the difficulty, walking on street. Therefore I wanted to go to the park. This is disturbance. So paper, if we don't produce unnecessary paper, there is no scarcity. From grass. You produce grass, huge quantity of grass, you will get paper. Cotton also. First-class paper. In India also, the rejected paper. From rejected paper you can get another paper also. But they throw it away in your country. Collect this rejected paper and again put it into paper. And why should you publish all rubbish literature? Simply publish Bhägavata and Bhagavad-gétä, that's all. What is the use of this newspaper, nonsense newspaper, huge, huge quantity?
So everything will be NICE provided you become IDEAL.

Live in COMMUNITY.

PRODUCE YOUR OWN FOOD.

Even you can produce your own paper. (Ed: i.e. DON’T buy ANYTHING!!!)

You don't require printing of so many books. If there is one book, others can imitate, or copy. There is no need of printing. Formerly they used to do that. Here is the...

Bhagavän: Do you want to go in the park? (a lot of noise from cars)

Prabhupäda: Now?

Bhagavän: I didn't understand that about one book.

Prabhupäda: One book... Suppose we have prepared some small quantity of paper. So you can, if you want that book, you just copy another book.

Bhagavän: By hand.

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is no need of printing books.

Bhagavän: Some people would be engaged in copying books.

Prabhupäda: No, you engage yourself.

If you want book, that book, you copy yourself. Why someone should be engaged for you? You have got enough time. You are not going to the factory or hundred miles for your earning livelihood. You are on the local space. You have got enough time. You just take, copy. That's all.

Minimize  your  unnecessary waste of time.

Save time. Chant Hare Kåñëa.

Go back to home.

TH IS IS OUR IDEA.

Instead of chanting twenty-five rounds,

you chant hundred rounds.

That is utilization of proper time. Instead of begetting cats and dogs, you just beget one child, Kåñëa conscious. This is the ideal life. What is the use of using sex life unnecessarily? Therefore only for begetting nice child one should have sex life. This is ideal life. Not that you use sex life, contraceptive method. This is all demonism. But they cannot do without it. Because they have no other engagement, they do not know how nice Kåñëa is and how pleasurable it is to reciprocate with Kåñëa, Therefore they go to the dog's pleasure, sex life on the street and there, on the beach. That's all. They have been educated like dogs. Therefore they want it.

Bhagavän: There is one United Nations report that very soon venereal disease will reach epidemic proportions all over the world.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is already. Some fifty years ago. You know that Dr. Ghosh?

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: He told me that when he was student, so one professor, Colonel Megar, he described in the classroom--he is Englishman--that "In our country, 75% of the students, they are infected with venereal disease." So Dr. Ghosh as a student, "Oh, it is horrible." So he replied, "Why do you say, 'Horrible'? It is disease. In your country, 90% people are infected with malarial disease. So as a medical practitioner, you should not say that this disease is horrible; that disease is very nice. You cannot say that." That was between them. So this venereal disease, fifty years ago we heard that 75% of students are infected. Now they are advanced; cent percent must be.

Yogeçvara: There was a report in the New York Times that last year alone in the United States there were over 300,000 abortions, and more than two-thirds were performed on girls under twenty years of age.

Prabhupäda: Yes, this is civilization. Poor girls, they are victims. These rascals are enjoying without any responsibility of marriage. And sex impulse is very strong between thirteen years up to thirty years. So people take advantage of it, and the poor girls become victim. So many anomalies. This is a doggish, demonic civilization. This is not civilization at all. They are not interested. They do not know what is the aim of life. First mistake is that "I am this body." This is doggish. Just like the dog is barking. He is thinking, "I am a big dog here. Don't come." Similarly, if a man thinks, "I am a big American, I am great Englishman," then what is the difference? The dog is also thinking like that. And Vedic civilization says, "No, you are neither dog nor human being." Ahaà brahmäsmi: "I am spirit soul." This is Vedic civilization. One is being trained up to understand this philosophy, that "I do not belong to this, any material condition. I am Brahman part and parcel of Kåñëa." Where is that conception?

Bhagavän: Now they have... the other day in the paper that India exploded its first atomic bomb.

Prabhupäda: Yes, and therefore yet it has become very great.

Yogeçvara: Now its in the top six.

Prabhupäda: But there is no food. Never mind, you starve, but get your atom bomb. That's all. This is civilization. There was a cartoon. Somebody approached some politician, and he said, "Yes, I know there is food problem. So I cannot say what can I do for you, but from next week, you will have television." This is their program, "From next week you will have television." As if television will minimize my hunger. This is the civilization. Hare Kåñëa.
So you ask problem, I will answer.

Your energy, problems of energy, petrol, it will be automatically solved.

If we are localized, there is no question of petrol.

Bhagavän: You say in the, I think it's in the Second Canto of Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that by doing so much drilling into the earth, they actually disturbed the rotation of the earth.

Prabhupäda: Yes, we can think like that. Just like the plane, aeroplane, is flying. There is sufficient petrol stock. Is it not? So the world has got sufficient petrol stock. If you do not know how it is being used, maybe due to this petrol, it is floating. And if you take away the petrol stock, it may drop. Everything is there. There is a purpose. Pürëam idam. There is full purpose. Not that whimsically petrol is there within the earth. There is some purpose.

Devotee: What they do, Çréla Prabhupäda, is take the petrol out and put salt water, because they know there can be a imbalance. And then they put salt water in the holes.

Prabhupäda: But water cannot produce gas. Petrol produces gas. Maybe due to that gas, it is floating. Because we have got practical experience. When there is gas, you can float anything.

Dhanaïjaya: Like a balloon.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: There is another big problem that now all the opposing countries have built up excess amounts of atomic weapons all pointed at each other. So now they are trying to have big planning conference how to diminish all these weapons.

Prabhupäda: If there is no opposite elements, there is no need of weapons. If I am not your enemy, there is no fear. We are preaching this philosophy, brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä: "As soon as you become Kåñëa conscious, you become jubilant." So where is your enemy?

Samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. Then where is your enemy?

Formerly, a man might have become enemy of another man. But this demonic civilization has created nation to nation, country to country, community to community, all enemies. And on account of this communistic enemy, so many innocent people are killed. I have seen in Calcutta during the partition days. So many innocent Hindus and Muslims were killed. Any (indistinct), very quickly this Communistic feeling is aroused, and they fight, like cats and dogs. "Oh, here is another dog! Here is another dog, coming from another neighborhood." So this is demonic civilization. If you want to go to some country, you have to take visa, permission, this, that, so many. Why? Vedic civilization is "You come to my country. Welcome. You are my guest." Gåhe çatrum api präptaà viçvastam akutobhayam: "Even one is enemy, when he comes to my house, he is my honorable guest." And here, they are so much afraid that you keep dogs. The dog is kept here. (loud truck noise)

Bhagavän: Prabhupäda, I think we better go somewhere else. There is too many cars here.

Prabhupäda: Yes, this isn't a place for walking. (break)

Yogeçvara: ...all the major nations of the world have... These atomic weapons constitute very great storehouses for them. So what should they do with all of these things.

Prabhupäda: They should throw. I throw upon you, you throw upon me. You go to hell, I go to hell. That's all. This will be the result. And the world will be cleansed of these all rascals. This will be the result. (laughs)

Bhagavän: In the Teachings of Lord Caitanya, you say that even the atomic bombs can be used in Kåñëa's service.

Prabhupäda: It will be used by nature. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi. He is thinking that "I am proprietor of this atomic bomb," but he does not know that the other's atomic bomb will kill me, and my atomic bomb, I kill him. That's all. He does not know that. He is thinking, "I am very proud of possessing." But that will be the cause of his death.

Yogeçvara: Is such an atomic war foretold in Bhäg...
Prabhupäda: Yes. Next war means atomic war. All these rascals will be killed automatically. I will kill you, you'll kill me. That's all.

Yogeçvara: Is that war to occur in the recent future? Or is that a long way off?

Prabhupäda: Very recent, very recent future. This Communist and Capitalist mentality will bring the next... The Communists will be victorious.

Dhanaïjaya: And after the war what will be the result?

Prabhupäda: After the war they will come to sense. The Communist problem... Communist is not a problem. It is good proposal, but they are missing one point. They are making Lenin the leader. If they make Kåñëa the leader, then the Communistic idea will be very fruitful. They are picking up a rascal leader, but if they pick up the nice leader, God the supreme dictator, then every-thing is all right. They are catching up a dictator, but they do not know that he is rascal number one. 

But if he catches the Supreme Lord as dictator, as Kåñëa says, 

sarva-dharmän parityajya, 

then he will be happy, immediately.

Keep amongst yourself and produce.
Produce food grain, produce cotton, mustard seed.

Self dependent, no use...

And we don’t require motorcar.

Bullock cart is sufficient.

There is no need of going anywhere.
Bhagavän: We can make our own cloth? Khädi.
Prabhupäda: Yes, cotton. From cotton you can make your own cloth.

Dhanaïjaya: My wife knows how to spin cloth.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

By spinning thread, then you make cloth.

Without any price.

You grow your cotton and have your cloth.

So by machine, they have created so many idle brain,

and therefore hippies are coming out, problem.

This is the result of this. Because they have created this machine, not everyone is employed, so he must become a hippie. Idle brain is a devil's workshop.

Bhagavän: Even the older generation, even the fathers, they are becoming...

Prabhupäda: Anyone who hasn't got sufficient to work, to be employed or engaged, then he must become hippie, vagabond. What is this? Temple?

Dhanaïjaya: This is Mary, the...

Yogeçvara: The Virgin Mary.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is just like India. They also make some small temple like this.

Yogeçvara: Mahatma Gandhi formulated many such programs for producing khädi, for cow protection and so on.

Prabhupäda: No, he did not make any cow protection.

Yogeçvara: No? We know from your teachings that he was missing the point.

Prabhupäda: Missing... The point is God. He was atheist. He did not believe in Kåñëa.

Yogeçvara: But from the level of application of his programs, is there some value?

Prabhupäda:
Yes, that is good program, to produce your own necessities of life.

That is good idea.

But he could not turn the people, because they are godless. 
Godless man cannot have any good qualification. 
I requested him to become God conscious and preach Kåñëa consciousness. He thought it ludicrous. Yes. He was such a godless man.

Yogeçvara: All Indians worship Gandhi.

Prabhupäda: Then how he was killed? That is the proof. Otherwise, how was he killed?

Yogeçvara: Every place we go, we see Indian's homes, pictures of Gandhi on their tables.

Prabhupäda: You, you have not visited everyone's house here. The three, four house you have visited. That's all.

Bhagavän: You haven't even been to India. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Don't talk all this nonsense.

Bhagavän: We can keep horses? We can use horses?

Prabhupäda: Oh yes, that is kñatriya. 

If one does not obey the social structure, he must be forced. 

The çüdras who do not work properly, he must be forced. 

Nobody should remain unemployed. 

The çüdras are inclined. 

If he has got something to eat, he will not work. You see? 

Then again he will work when his need, eating. 

This is çüdra mentality.

Bhagavän: So they have to be kept employed.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They have to be... They should not possess, so that they will work always.

Yogeçvara: Yeah, but that was exactly the situation that sparked the Communist revolution. When the workers felt themselves exploited, then they revolted.

Prabhupäda: No, workers, what is that? Exploited?
Yogeçvara: Yes, when the çüdras were seeing that, "Oh, these men, they are keeping us as slaves, and they are making us work just for our food," then they revolted.

Prabhupäda: No, no. You should keep them such nicely and friendly way, they will never think like that. They will think that you are giving him food and shelter, and you are taking care, giving them protection to their family. Then they will be happy. Then they are happy. When you give them all protection, then they will be happy. Now... Just like in Japan. The industrialists give all men. They give food. They give education. They give shelter. So they work very happily.

Bhagavän: They like to work.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: It's not that people like to be idle.

Prabhupäda: I have seen. And the Dai Nippon directors, they live very poorly, but still, they do not like to give up the service because they are assured of their family, protection, medicine, food, education. They did not like. Never mind, it is not very luxurious. Still, they stick. That I have seen.

Yogeçvara: Because there are good benefits.

Prabhupäda: Good benefits, yes. If you are assured of your food, shelter, and necessities of life, then you will never grudge. That was the system.

Yogeçvara: Yeah, that's the difference. The Communists, they were thinking themselves exploited. Actually they were fearful because they were thinking they would not get enough to eat.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, not only that. The Communists... Everyone has got different propensity. And I have seen in Moscow. You cannot get foodstuff to your selection. That is forced. If I go to the market, I can purchase to my taste, to my selection. But if I have to purchase from the government store whatever nonsense thing they will supply, I will have to accept. Why? I want to eat something today. Why I will be forced to eat something else?

Bhagavän: That's not good?

Prabhupäda: That's not good.

Bhagavän: So in our community, when we grow things, or we have need of someone's services, how are these services distributed equally? Let's say we grow cauliflower, we grow peas, we grow wheat. Is it that each family must be responsible and take only what he needs? How is it distributed?

Prabhupäda: No, no. These varieties... Suppose you grow half a dozen different types of vegetables. So from this half a dozen you can make three dozen varieties. If you are a good cooker. So the varieties of enjoyment will be fulfilled. We have got some desire of different quality of varieties. That you can make. From milk, vegetable, grains, the three things, you can make three hundred varieties.

Bhagavän: But my question is, if the community produces... Some class of men produce vegetables and grains, some class produce cows, some class produce clothes, some class produce necessities for building. How are these things distributed equally?

Prabhupäda: Because we are community, we shall distribute whatever necessity for everyone.

Bhagavän: They will come and say, "I need this much cloth, I need this much milk."

Prabhupäda: No, this much cloth...

But if you become Kåñëa conscious, 


then you will be  satisfied with the minimum necessities of life.

That is natural.

You won't demand.
Yogeçvara: So actually such a program can only be successful proportionately with the rise of Kåñëa consciousness of the people.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

That is the main basic principle.

Without being Kåñëa conscious,

if you arrange like this,  that will never be successful.

Yogeçvara: They won't be satisfied.

Prabhupäda: No.

Bhagavän: The kñatriyas make sure that people are correct, acting correctly, that no one is taking more than what they need?

Prabhupäda: Naturally he will do.
If you make him Kåñëa conscious, 

if he attends the Kåñëa conscious program, 

naturally he will do. Svämin kåtärtho 'smi.
That is the progress of Kåñëa consciousness.
He will be satisfied in any condition of life.

That is progress of Kåñëa consciousness.

He doesn't require anything artificially.

His main necessity is how to become Kåñëa conscious. So if his attention is diverted in that way, these things will be not important.

Yogeçvara: So then we should begin our rural communities like New Vrindaban, and then by training up people in the cities, we can send them gradually...
Prabhupäda: There will be no city.
WE DON’T WANT CITIES.
Bhagavän: What about our city temples?
Prabhupäda: No, no. FOR THE TIME  it may go on.
But  as we   make  progress, there will be no necessity.
City means... For the present we have got. Because the city is there, we are there. But suppose the city is closed. We shall be there? If the city is closed, you still will be there?

Yogeçvara: But we can predict that the cities will go on for quite some time.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it will go on,

but when they will see that your IDEAL community is BETTER than city life,

people  will take to it.
Paraà dåñövä nivartate.
When one gets a better standard of life, naturally he will give up the lower standard of life.
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Dhanaïjaya: In Greenland?

Prabhupäda: Others cannot live locally.

Satsvarüpa: That's not their karma?

Prabhupäda: No, karma is there. That is another point.

My point is that ANY condition, one can LIVE LOCALLY.
THAT is my point.
They are supposed to be uncivilized, and they live in the ice cottage. There is no sufficient things for eating. And how they live? That is the point.

So why civilized man cannot live locally?
Satsvarüpa: One objection to that is that they say that now cultures have been spread more by all this transportation. You even write that the world is now like a global village. But if everyone just stays in their own place, they won't know what people and culture is like in other parts of the world, and their view will be more narrow.

Prabhupäda: No. They may go sometimes. Just like in India, they used to live locally, but at the same time they used to go to the pilgrimages by walking. It is not prohibited that one should not go out, but when one goes out, he goes out of pleasure, not as obligation. At the present moment, it has become an obligation, that one must go out of his home, of his village, of his country. That is defective. There was no need of so many transports. People remained locally. One has to go for livelihood hundred miles. This is defective.
Dhanaïjaya: But people say they travel for education.

Prabhupäda: What education? Hippies? Your education has ended into hippies. Finish that education, nonsense education. Now, you have seen in Harmonist that the school children, they are having sex intercourse publicly, and they are running naked in America. Is it not?

Satsvarüpa: Yes It's a very big thing now, running naked.

Dhanaïjaya: It's called "streaking."

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, the nonsense education, result is like that. Is that education? I first, when I saw in Honolulu University—all hippies, all the students, half naked and niggardly dressed. Why so many? They are all students. You see? It has become a fashion. This is the education. And one commissioner has... You have not seen our Harmonist prepared. Collapse.

Satsvarüpa: I saw it yesterday. The president of Temple University, he said this was good, this running naked.

Prabhupäda: And another has that "education has collapsed."

Dhanaïjaya: They have lost all sense of moral values.

Prabhupäda: Animals. The whole material civilization is based on animalism. Therefore now they are coming as naked animals. The basic principle of the civilization is animalism. Now... It was covered by the progress of time. Now they are coming to be naked animals, that's all.

Yogeçvara: So this is another problem for Bhagavän's book.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That... You have created this animal civilization. Now they are coming out as naked animals. This is the result. Now you have to reform them. That reformation is Kåñëa consciousness:

So you have to make an example, what is actually human life.

Then others will see. You cannot stop them.

But some of them, those who are intelligent, 

they will see,

"Yes, here is life." As they are coming to nakedness, they will come to this,

our mode of life:

So you have to become an IDEAL Society.
YOU LIVE LOCALLY  and be   SELF-SUFFICIENT
They will see that it is possible
to live locally   WITHOUT MOVEMENT,
and STILL highly cultured men, SELF-SUFFICIENT.     
THAT is required.

Yogeçvara: Before he left, Bhagavän left me a list of questions. May I ask you some?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: One problem that seems to be occurring more and more frequently is the appearance of terrorists, that is to say, men who are motivated for some political, mostly political reasons.

Prabhupäda: Yes the whole basic principle I have already explained. Because they are animals, so sometimes ferocious animal. That's all. Animal, there are different types of animals. Tigers and lions, they are ferocious animal. But you live in the animal society. So animal society, some, another animal comes as very ferocious, that is not very astonishing. After all, you are living in animal society.

So you become human being,  IDEAL
This is the only solution.

We have already declared, this is animal society. If some ferocious animal comes out, so where is the astonishment? After all, it is animal society. Either a tiger comes or elephant comes, they are all animals. That's all.

But you don't become animal.
Counteract.

That is required. Then after... A human being is called rational animal. If you come to the rationality, that is required. If you remain also another animal, another type of animal, that will not help you. You have to become actually human being. But durlabhaà mänuñaà janma tad apy adhruvam arthadam. You have to... These people they have no aim of life. What is the aim of human..., they do not know. So their animal propensities are being adjusted this way, that way, this way, that way. Just like they go to see naked dance. The animal propensity—he is seeing his wife daily naked, and still he is going to see naked dance, and paying some fees. Because they have no engagement except this animalism. Is it not? So what is the use of going to see another woman naked? You are seeing every day, every night, your wife naked. Why you are... Because they have no other engagement. The animals. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. That a dog, it does not know what is the taste. He is simply chewing the, one bone, this way, that way, this way, that way. Because he is animal. He has no other engagement. So this whole society is animal. Especially the westerners. And they have developed a civilization on that animal propensities, means "I am this body, and the best use of my life is to gratify senses." This is animal. "I am this body." Body means the senses. "And to satisfy the senses is the highest perfection." This is their civilization.

So you 
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have to  introduce

HYPERLINK  \l "REALcivilization"
  real human civilization.
You should not be surprised, an animal, in different shapes, in different capacity, comes out. After all, he is an animal. The basic principle is animalism. Because he is thinking, "I am this body..." As the dog is thinking, "I am dog, very stout and strong dog," so another man is thinking, "I am big nation." But what is the basic principle? A dog is also thinking on the basis of his body, and this big nation is also thinking on the basis of body. So there is no difference between this dog and this big nation. The only difference is that human being, by nature's gift, he got better senses. So... And he has no power, or there is no education to utilize the better senses, how to advance spiritually and get out of this material world. That he has no sense. He is simply using that better intelligence for animalism. This is the meaning. He has no education how to utilize the better intelligence. Therefore he is utilizing only in animalism. And people all over the world, when they see the westerners, "They are advanced." What is that? Advancing in animalism. Basic principle remains the animalism. They become surprised. They also imitate. So they are expanding animalism, animal civilization. Now we have to counteract for the benefit of the human civilization.

Satsvarüpa: They are so ignorant that...

Prabhupäda: An animal is always ignorant.

Satsvarüpa: When we stress on this point, they become very shocked that we talk like this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na...(?)

Satsvarüpa: "You are calling us animals?"

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are animals. Yes. If they are sensible, they can understand, now, what is the difference. A dog is thinking, "I am very stout and strong dog." He has, on the basis of his body. And another man, a big American, thinks, "We are very big nation, powerful nation." So what is the difference between these? The basic principle is there, the bodily consciousness. Therefore it is animalism. Is it not? The basic principle has not changed. Suppose a pickpocket... The same story, Alexander the Great and the thief. He was arrested, and when he convinced him that "What is the difference between you and me? You have got good military strength. You are conquering. And I have got my knife and another thing. I am just going and plundering. So you are also plundering, I am plundering. Why you have caught me? What right you have got to punish me? Because we are the same. You are doing in a larger scale, I am doing in a small scale. That is the difference." So he was set free, "Yes." Alexander the Great, he was sensible man, "Yes, what I am doing? The same thing in a bigger scale that's all." So these rascal, actually, they are animals, but they are declaring advancement. What advancement? The same thing: eating, sleeping, sex and defending. That is animal... The dogs also do like that. They also eat, they also sleep, they have sex life. Now they are coming to the dog's life. A dog, just like street, they have sex life. They are coming, advance. This is advancement, that "We have become now pure dog. So long it was hidden, now we are open." This is the civilization, animal civilization.

Yogeçvara: So many social reformers will agree with you...

Prabhupäda: What social? He is animal. How he can reform? First of all, let him become man. What reform? What is the meaning of his reform? He is animal also. That's all. You cannot expect any reformation by the same animal. That is explained. Çva-viò-varähoñöra-kharaiù saàstutaù puruñaù paçuù [SB 2.3.19]. The so-called leader he is also animal, and he is eulogized by another animal. This is going on. And another animal, one animal, big animal is being elected as the president. Therefore you are suffering. Nixon. What is Nixon? He is also another animal. And the animals have elected him president. Just see. This is going on. Where is the human being?

Dhanaïjaya: Just like in the forest. The animals, they select the lion to be the king.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So this is going on. That is condemned. One who is not God-conscious, one who does not know that he is not body, he is animal. That's all. Maybe in different dress, in different...

So you have to set up real human society
in a small scale
so people will see, "Yes."
Because man has got intelligence. Just like, although I am

condemning the  western  mode of life,
still, so many western young boys, they have come. I never came to speak to flatter you, that "Your western civilization is very nice." I never said that. Why you are coming? I never came to flatter you, neither I never came to say, "Yes, there is no God." I am speaking just opposite, everything opposite. "You are drunkard; no drink. You are illicit sex hunters; no illicit sex." So I am just speaking opposite, from the beginning of my preaching. So why you are coming? So if you stick to your position, real human civilization, people will come, gradually. Because they have got the sense. When we say others are animals, demons, we don't say whimsically, capriciously, no. On the basis of sound knowledge. Therefore our declaration is completely right. We are not mental speculators, that I say some gentleman, "You are animal." No. I see, I know, that he is animal. Therefore I say. A man is running his motorcar, (makes sound) rarararara, and a dog is running.

We don't see any difference, although he is on the motorcar.
We don't find any difference. He is as good as the dog.

Unnecessarily he is running.
What is the meaning of running of the dog?

Dhanaïjaya: Actually the man is making more noise than the dog.

Prabhupäda: That's all. So we say another dog is running in a different way. That's all.

These are very strong words. 
People will be angry. 
But this is a fact.
Yogeçvara: So here's a practical problem. People would be interested to know our position on divorce. Here in Rome they just passed a divorce law.
Prabhupäda: That is also animalism. Just like a dog having sex intercourse with another female dog, and another, another, another. It is also animalism. So that is your decision. They are animals, and different way they are coming to be naked animal, that's all. The divorce is also dog's business. Dog is having sex intercourse with this female dog and another, another, another, another. It is animalism, That's all.

Yogeçvara: But people are objecting that: If we cannot get divorced, then we are forced to live with each other even if we hate each other."

Prabhupäda: But hate each other, that's all right. We say what is the use of your sexual intercourse? That is animalism.

You avoid it. Our Vedic civilization is to avoid it.

Therefore they remain brahmacäré, naiñöhika-brahmacäré, no sexual intercourse in the whole life.

That is perfection.

Yogeçvara: But that's not possible for the mass of people.

Prabhupäda: No, why not possible? We have got so many, just like Çukadeva Gosvämé. He remained completely brahmacäré, although naked he is. He is. He doesn't require, and neither he is agitated. Just like when he was passing, the girls were taking bath. They did not take care. They knew that he is not at all affected by any woman. And when his father was going, they covered. So father inquired, Vyäsadeva, a personality like Vyäsadeva, said, "Why you covered? I am old man, and my young son he was passing naked." They said that "He is paramahaàsa. He has no agitation of the mind. But you are gåhastha. You live with woman. You have got distinction, man and woman." So this is civilization. What is the use of sex life? It is simply entanglement.

Therefore, at the last stage, one is supposed to become sannyäsé.
What is sannyäsé? Vänaprastha, sannyäsé, brahmacäré—no sex life. Out of the four different status of life, the brahmacäré has no sex life, the vänaprastha has no sex life, the sannyäsé has no sex life. Only the gåhastha. That means it is prohibitory. It is allowed—it is simply concession to the person who cannot remain without sex life. It is simply a concession. Otherwise, according to Vedic civilization, there is no need of sex life. Because it is entanglement, simply entanglement. Yan maithunädi-gåhamedhi-sukhaà hi tucchaà kaëòüyanena karayor iva duùkha-duùkham [SB 7.9.45]. The example has been given. There is itching between the two hands. That's all. That means the itching disease is increased. This has been the description of sex life. Tåpyanti neha kåpaëä bahu-duùkha-bhäjaù. Although behind the sex life there are so many troubles, but still the rascals do not cease. Either illicit sex or legal sex... Legal sex you beget children. There are so many troubles. You have to raise them nicely, you have to give them education, you must be situated nicely. That is the duty of father. Otherwise, he would go on, begetting like cats and dogs, no responsibility.

Just like some of our students, immediately married and again, "Give me sannyäsa."

What is this? Irresponsible, that's all. Irresponsibility. 
So these things are not required at all. These things are not required. Bahu-duùkha-bhäjaù. After marrying they see it is very great responsibility. "Now let me take sannyäsa." That's all. Why you marry? Because he finds that after marriage there are so many difficulties. So irresponsible man. So after there is difficulties; that's a fact. So why should you go to the difficulty? Therefore the conclusion is the married life is not required. But if you cannot tolerate, all right, get this concession, live very gentlemanly. This is marriage. Otherwise for higher sense, higher elevation... High elevation, of course, one who is actually on the higher elevation, he is married or not married, it doesn't matter. But on the whole, the sex life is not necessary.

Yogeçvara: So these Italian women are complaining now that their husbands are abusing them, so why can they not get divorced?

Prabhupäda: Why do you marry?

Yogeçvara: Obviously, they wanted sex in the beginning, but they didn't know it was going to be so much trouble.

Prabhupäda: That is our point. Then why do you marry? Just begin Kåñëa conscious, and you will find, without sex, you will be happy.
Yogeçvara: But what do we advise such women?

Prabhupäda: Whatever they, others women, they may take lesson from them that, "If these woman are suffering or these men are suffering, why should we marry?" There is a Bengali proverb, dekhe sekhe and tekhe sekhe (?). One who is intelligent, he can see what is happening, he becomes cautious. And one, when actually experienced, then he becomes cautious. Less intelligent. So if it is not good, why you are marrying? Why you are induced by sex life? Stop it by Kåñëa consciousness. 

If you devote yourself, the whole life, in Kåñëa consciousness 

you will not be agitated by any sex life. 

And that is yad-avadhi mama cetaù kåñëa-pädäravinde. If one is actually advanced in Kåñëa consciousness, he will deride, "Huh! Nonsense! What is this?" That is Kåñëa consciousness, advancement.

The only remedy, prime remedy for all solution, is Kåñëa conscious.

That we have to say. 

So answers are all right or not?

Yogeçvara: No, very nice. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Our life is so nice. 

We are satisfied with eating Kåñëa prasädam 

and chant whole day and night

HYPERLINK  \l "otherbusinessofthehumanbeing"
  Hare Kåñëa. That's all.

What is the use of this industry and trade. 

And transport and politics.

There is no need. 

Anartha.   

It is called anartha, unwanted things.

anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje

lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm  [SB 1.7.6]

These are all anarthas, unwanted things. 

So to stop these anarthas is bhakti-yoga. Anartha upaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje, lokasya. These rascals, they do not know. Therefore vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm. Vidvän, the most learned man Vyäsadeva has written this Çrémad-Bhägavatam. anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñajelokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm [SB 1.7.6]

This is all described. First of all, the first defect is that you are eternal spirit soul. Why you should be entangled with this material body? That is the first fault. That is anartha. I am spirit soul. Why shall I accept this material body? That is my basic principle of unwanted things. And to make solution how to get out of this material entanglement. And that is... Tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti [Bg. 4.9]. After leaving this body, now this is the last, and then I am not coming to this material world. How? Simply by Kåñëa consciousness. Pitä na sa syäj janané na sä syät, gurur na sa syät, na mocayed yaù samupeta-måtyum. The Bhägavata says that "One should not become parent, father and mother, one should not become guru, one should not become friend, one should not become husband"—these are the guardians—

"if one cannot release his dependent from this repetition of birth and death."

This  is civilization.

This is civilization. Not that "I am now human being; I shall become demigod. Or I am dog, I shall become human being." The karmés, they are thinking this is advancement. This is not advancement. Real advancement: no more accepting any material body. That is the real advancement. Just finish. This sense can come in human form of life, that "I have suffered so much. I have come through so many species of life. Now I have got sense." So the reply is there that mäm upetya kaunteya duùkhälayam açäçvataà näpnuvanti: [Bg. 8.15] "Anyone who comes to Me, he does not come again to this miserable condition of material existence." We should take advantage of this. That is human civilization. What is this human civilization?

Jumping like dog, in a motorcar, that's all. 

This is not civilization.

This is dog civilization, that's all. And actually what benefit they have derived? They are not satisfied.

One man has got this car, and next year another car, another car.
And the car manufacturer also giving fashion. "This is 1974 edition, this is 1975 edition." And they are earning money with hard labor. "All right, get a motorcar." And again, next year change. What is this civilization? No satisfaction. They do not know where is the point of satisfaction.

It is dog civilization.
Yogeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, the way you've been describing our solutions to the problems of the world, they seem to be on two levels. One is the extended solution, that is to say, the ultimate solution of Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: No, there is no question of extended.
You keep yourself in a limited solution.
And then, when it is appreciated
it will be automatically extended.

You don’t touch the extended.

YOU be come IDEAL CIVIL IZED M A N .

Others will follow.
Yogeçvara: Well, for example, ultimately, we want to live locally. These cities are not necessary.

Prabhupäda: No, you make the best use of a bad bargain. We shall depend more... Just like in New Vrindaban. They are coming to the city for preaching.

So not absolutely we can abstain immediately
because we have been dependent so long, many, many lives. You cannot.

But the IDEAL should be introduced gradually.

And make it perfect more and more and more and more.
But there is possibility. Possibility if you live locally and make your arrangement,

you get your foods...
The real necessity is, bodily necessity is, eating, sleeping, mating and defending. This is necessity.

So if you can eat locally, you can sleep locally, you can have your sex life also locally and you can defend locally, then what is the wrong? These are the necessities. We are not stopping this. We are not stopping, "No more sex life." That is nonsense, another nonsense. You must have. Marry. That's all. So you can marry locally and live. Where is the difficulty? Defend. If somebody comes to attack, there must be men to defend. And eating and sleeping. Where is your difficulty?

Manage locally, as far as possible. After all, these are the necessities of body.

So it can be solved locally. 

Is it impossible? To solve the bodily necessities? What do you think? Is it impossible?

Satsvarüpa: No, it's very simple.

Prabhupäda: Then do it.  DO IT.  SET EXAMPLE PERFECTLY.
[ ]

Yogeçvara: The manager of a large factory comes to us and says, "Well, here is my problem. My workers are striking for higher pay and no one is satisfied So what can I do?"

Prabhupäda: Yes, you take to Kåñëa consciousness.

Yogeçvara: Well, he wants to know, "How can I apply that in my factory?"

Prabhupäda: You give us the in charge, make us in charge of the factory, we shall do it, and see how we can deal. You can do it. We shall introduce immediately kértana and give them prasädam. It will be solved. And give them lecture and philosophy. We can take. Let us have the charge. Then see how we can do. Or you follow our instruction. But that you will not. You want to exploit these poor fellows, and you are coming to us for solution. You first of all give up the spirit of exploiting. Then it will be solved. You have come to take our advice how to exploit them.

Yogeçvara: So he would ask, "Do I have to close my factory?"

Prabhupäda: No, we shall run on the factory. You give us in charge. We don't want anything from you. Let us manage. I can manage. Just organize saìkértana. It will be solved. Now, these factory men works and goes home. So if you say that "You come early in the morning and you take prasädam here and chant Hare Kåñëa half an hour," they will immediately agree. Immediately agree. And give them good prasädam and have chanting for one hour. They will be all submissive. Is it not? Will they not agree? At least, they will see that "We haven't got to spend money for our food at home. We shall get nice food here. Let us chant. What is the harm?" And as soon as he chants, he becomes a gentleman. That's all.

Yogeçvara: So because we will have cut down his expenses, he will be satisfied with the pay that he has. We would not have to give him more money.

Prabhupäda: They will not take any payment. Just like under me so many Europeans and Americans work daily. I don't pay them a farthing. When they become Kåñëa conscious, you'll haven't got to pay anything. But you cannot take also anything. You cannot, you do not expect that "I don't have to pay anything, so it is very good profit." No, sir, you cannot take also anything. If I would have taken all the sales produced of the book selling, then you would not work. Because although it is my books, I do not take any profit or any sales proceeds, therefore you work. Similarly, these rascals, the proprietor of the factories, if they do not take anything, they will also agree not to take anything. Everything belongs to Kåñëa. Then the solution is there.

Yogeçvara: So in other words the workers are unsatisfied because they see that the managers are exploiting them, but if they see the managers are giving the money to Kåñëa, they will feel satisfied.

Prabhupäda: Yes, and they will also give. Kåñëa becomes the proprietor. Everyone is satisfied.

Dhanaïjaya: Jaya. This is varëäçrama institution.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is above varëäçrama. It is above varëäçrama. 

Varëäçrama there is give and take, 

but here there is no give and... Here is simply give, no take. That is above varëäçrama.
Dhanaïjaya: So the workers are giving to the devotees and the devotees are giving to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They become devotee, they will give to Kåñëa. You also become devotees. 

Not that they become devotee and you exploit them very nicely. 

That is not.

Satsvarüpa: It is getting a little late. We should...

Prabhupäda: Which way we shall go?

Dhanaïjaya: Just up here. (break)

Satsvarüpa: ...their nuts and bolts.

Prabhupäda: No, nuts, if there is demand, let this go on. Why shall I shut down. 

But we cannot  run on this slaughterhouse... 
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These are the instructions of Prahläda. These rascals have no education to understand. Therefore we must give this education. We must induce them to read these books in the school, colleges. That is propaganda. Now we have got books. These rascals, they have no books to read about this realization. They have got only Freud's philosophy and this... What is that? And Darwin's theory. All rascaldom, simply rascaldom. Let them read these books. This philosopher, that philosopher. What is that? Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm. The same philosophy, repeatedly for sense gratification, that's all. That rascal Mahesh Yogi, he also said that, "You take this special mantra; your material enjoyment will be easier." The same: the punaù punaç carvita. He has no other information. "It will be better." And they accepting. "Oh, my enjoyment will be better? All right, take $35. Give me that mantra." They like it because they are promising that "You will get this..." Politicians also, they are promising, "You take this ism. Your sense gratification will be easier." The same promise. This ism or that ism. This yogi, that yogi. 
But nobody knows what is actually happiness. 
Harer näma harer näma harer näma. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä ye bahir-artha. They are trying to be happy by sense enjoyment, material body's enjoyment. Duräçayä. It is simply a hope which will never be fulfilled. Duräçayä. Äçayä means hope and dur means very difficult. It will not be possible. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. And they are being led by such rascal leaders, who are promising sense gratification. Because they are blind, another blind man comes and says that "You will be happy in this way. Come on this way. Your sense gratification will be very much easily satisfied. come on." "Yes. Very good leader." Adänta-gobhiù. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'pi. They forget that they are bound up by the stringent laws of nature. There is no freedom. Only varieties of sense enjoyment is offered because he want, want, wants. Actually, that is not enjoyment. That is bound up. Nature's... If you enjoy more sex life, nature says, "All right, you become impotent for ten years." And still he wants to enjoy. Little this way, that way--immediately punishment. "Oh, you have eaten more, three days suffer. No diet, no food. Suffer dysentery." And they are enjoying. What is this enjoyment? As soon as violate a little of the nature's law you are immediately punished. Na te viduù. Éça-tantryäà baddhäù. Éça-tantryäm, the laws of nature, they are so much bound up, hands and legs. Still, they are declaring freedom. What is the freedom? Immediately he will be kicked by shoes as soon as he violates a little, immediately. There is ocean of salt. Now we require salt for making our foodstuff very tasty. But if you take little more salt, you cannot eat. No, you cannot eat. If you think, "Oh, so much salt? Let me put more salt, more salt," it will be useless. You can take only so much quantity. That's all. In this way you are bound up, always. And still, you are declaring freedom. What freedom? What is the meaning of this freedom? But they are fools. They cannot understand.

Haihaya: Then Kåñëa consciousness is the right quantity of salt.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa consciousness is giving you everything in right way 
so that you can save your time, you do not waste your time, 
and you can advance in Kåñëa consciousness. That is required. 
We don't say that you stop eating. You eat. Take little Kåñëa prasädam. 
We don't say that "Don't sleep." 
No, you sleep, but must rise early in the morning for maìgala-ärati. 
This is our philo... Eating, sleeping, and sex. 
No, we don't say no sex life. Yes, you have sex life. 
Get your bona fide wife, live peacefully. And defense also, we have. We never say that you forego all these things. No, this is not our philosophy. 
But similarly, as much as you absolutely require, not more than that. 
The balance time, save for advancement. 
These people are simply engaged for eating, sleeping, mating. They have no time for Kåñëa consciousness. 
This condemned civilization must be stopped. Killing, killing civilization. 
The human being got the opportunity of getting out of this punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm, repeatedly, and they are not being given the chance. They are being engaged more and more for sense gratification, viñaya. Killing civilization. Jïäna-tapasä. Bahavo jïäna-tapasä pütä mad-bhävam ägatäù. By this process, bahavaù, many, by knowledge and tapasya. Pütäù, purified, came back, back to home. Bahavo jïäna-tapasä pütä mad-bhävam ägatäù. Véta-räga-bhaya-krodhä man-mayä mäm upäçritäù, bahavo jïäna-tapasä pütä mäm... What is that, last word?

Nitäi: Mad-bhävam ägatäù.
Prabhupäda: Ah, mad-bhävam ägatäù. Mad-bhävam, "My nature." "My nature" means spiritual nature. Kåñëa is spirit. Or the another nature. This is material nature. This is another nature. That is kingdom of God, spiritual nature, Vaikuëöha planet. Ägatäù: "They came." Every information is there, every opportunity is there. Simply they are not educated. Therefore the Kåñëa consciousness movement is meant for educating these rascals. That's all. They are mad after sense gratification. Nünaà pramattaù, mad. From the morning, as soon as they rise, "Give me a cup of tea, immediately I have to go to there and there and there." What you will do then? "Yes, I will die. I will die in a motor accident. They are waiting for me." All right, go. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma. All kinds of forbidden works they are doing. What? What is the purpose? Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma yad indriya-prétaye. Purpose is only sense gratification. The rascal does not know that "I am doing all these sinful activities for sense gratification, and I will have to accept a very low-grade body." That he does not know. He has already got one low-grade body. He is suffering only. And he will still get another low-grade body, more suffering. That he does not know. But still, he will do everything for sense gratification. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma yad indriya-prétaya äpåëoti na sädhu manye: "Oh, it is not good." Na sädhu manye yata ätmano' yam: "This kind of activities will cover your soul by body." "Well, this body is temporary. Don't bother." Then another body, rascal. This body is temporary, but you get another body, most abominable. Why you are doing like this? Asann api. Although this body is temporary, but why don't you understand that it is kleçada: It is always subjected to miserable condition of material life. Kleçada. This is kleçada, another body you get, kleçada. Any body you get, kleçada. Why do you get this? Stop these activities. This is Kåñëa consciousness. That they do not know. Da means "that gives." Any type of material body you accept will be kleçada. They have constructed this building. If for few hours there is severe cold, so many people will die, even in this comfortable building. Is it not? So kleçada is there; either you remain in this way or that way, the sufferings will be there. And to take this comfort of this high building, how much kleçada, how much miserable condition, one has to pass. "Sir, I am not doing; the workers are doing." But you have to collect the money to pay them. How much miserable it is to acquire this money to pay another kleçada, laborer. 
So simply they are captivated by money. 
Otherwise it is kleçada. Sometimes they fall down and die while constructing. Is it not? Now, I have heard that in New York there are many buildings and there is no tenant. Kleçada. The proprietor of the house, he is also suffering. "I have spent so much money. No tenant." In London I have seen there is, for the last six or seven years, very big building. It is vacant.

Dhanaïjaya: Tottenham Court Road. Yes, that big one. Central Point.

Prabhupäda: Yes (laughing). His kleçada is if he keeps tenant, that is more miserable than without keeping tenant. Is it not? Yes. Therefore he keeps without. Because so much taxes will have to be paid that it will be more miserable than keeping tenants. So he is avoiding that. So while constructing, it was troublesome; now, keeping this, it is also troublesome. To find out pleasure they have manufactured so many things. But still, they cannot enjoy it. For few minutes they can enjoy; again it is nonsense. "Let us go away." (break)
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Prabhupäda: No. My point was, point is that... Because one is fourth-class, therefore we are not interested in that—it is not my point. My point is that there are four classes of men: first-class, second-class, third-class, fourth-class. And our point of view,

THIS Kåñëa consciousness movement,

is meant for taking care of ALL classes of men.

Although by natural division there are four classes of men, first-class, second-class, third-class, fourth-class, but the example we generally give, just like in your body there are four divisions: the head division, the arm division, the belly division and the leg division, but all of them meant for keeping the body fit.

And body is meant for giving supply  to  everyone of them.

(ALL eat foodstuffs produced on the basis of cow and bull protection by the bonafide, ideal vaisya either as a brahmana getting that charity by teaching and training the varnas, a ksatriya taking 25% of that by giving protection, or as a sudra by being fed as an assistant or trading secondary necessities for that)
But if you comparatively make division, the head comes the first division, the arms comes the second division, the belly comes the third division, and the legs comes the fourth division.

So we should organize in such a way that     
ALL the classes of men in the society be happy,

not that we simply take care of the head.
The same example: In your body it is not your business just simply take care of the head or the legs. No. All these different divisions of your body, you take care. That is healthy body. When your brain is working nicely, when your arms are working nicely, your abdomen is working nicely and legs are working nicely, then you are fit. If you simply take care of the legs, not of the brain, that is not a good healthy body. [ ]

Prabhupäda: According to Vedic conception, the higher class of men, first-class, second class, third class, they are never to be employed. They remain free. Only the fourth class men, they are employed.

C. Hennis: Well the third-class would be what kind of typical worker?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Third-class men means making provision for the society for eating. That is... It is stated, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. Kåñi means agriculture, and go-rakñya means cow protection, and väëijyam means trade.

That means the third-class men,

they would give protection to the cows,

produce enough food grains,

and if there is excess, then it can be traded.

So this is the business of the third-class men.
C. Hennis: But that would cover businessmen and tradesmen and farmers.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Farmers means... Nowadays especially in the western country, I see the farmer means they are raising cows for being killed. There is no cow protection.

C. Hennis: That may well be the case. That may well be the case. As it is not by any means...

Prabhupäda: I have seen. I have seen in England, I have seen in America, they simply raise the cows for being killed in future. You see?

But the duty of the agriculturist, 

(Ed: those who are able to produce food for all the members of the varnasrama community by plowing with the bulls)
THEY should give very, very protection to the cows especially.

C. Hennis: This doesn't apply to bulls and bullocks and male animals generally does it?

Prabhupäda: No, bullocks also. Cow means bullock also.
C. Hennis: Oh, is it?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Cow is feminine, bullock is the masculine, that's all.

C. Hennis: So it's the whole bovine race that's protected, and not just the cows themselves, not just the female cows?

Prabhupäda: No, both the male and female. 

The bullocks are used for so many other purposes. 

They can till the field. 

They can be used for transportation, so many other purposes. 

Or even we are spreading Kåñëa consciousness. 

During Kåñëa's time... Kåñëa was born of a very well-to-do father, but at that time the bullocks were engaged for transportation from one village to another, one village to another. Or for carrying goods. 

Actually the United Nations (Ed: and the Krsna consciousness movement) should now think

how the whole human society can live peacefully for a purpose of life,

not whimsically, without any purpose of life.

Now, anywhere... We are preaching. We are going everywhere. If I ask any gentleman, any philosopher, any scientist , if I ask him that "What is the purpose of life?" he cannot explain. That means there is lack of intelligent class of men. Nobody knows what is the purpose of life.  [ ]
Yogeçvara: Perhaps to make it clear for you, one of the natural results of this system is that a man that might be considered today impoverished, as you were mentioning for example some of the problems, a poor man, by our standards, is not necessarily poor if he is Kåñëa conscious. For example, in the Vedic culture, we are learning that a man is considered to be wealthy if he simply has a small patch of land and a cow and God consciousness. Because his God consciousness will lead him to be satisfied by growing his own foods, taking milk from the cow. This is wealth, according to Vedic standards.
Prabhupäda: Therefore cow is specially recommended, go-rakñya, because very important animal to the society. If those who are meat-eaters, they can eat the hogs and dogs, they can eat. The Vedic injunction is not prohibiting them. If you actually... Actually, a human being does not require to eat meat. He has got many other substitutes. But still, if he wants to eat, let him eat the less important animals. Just like dog, hog. From the social point of view it has no utility. But why killing cows? It is delivering such a nice nutritious food, milk. Not only milk. According to Vedic system, the cow is so important, even the urine, even the stool, of cow is important.

C. Hennis: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So such an important... And besides that, 

from moral point of view, 

you are drinking the milk of cow,

 and after that you are sending to the slaughterhouse. 

Do you like to send your mother to the slaughterhouse?

And the bull is giving you, producing your food.

Nowadays they have invented tractor or engaging sometimes horse. But in India still, the bulls are engaged for tilling the ground, the field, and produces.

So from moral sense, the bull is producing your food and the cow is giving milk to you; therefore father and mother.

Just like father produces food for the children and the mother gives the milk.

So if the human society has not this simple brain of understanding, 

then where is brain?

C. Hennis: Of course, when you speak of the distinctions that are made between 
pious activities and sinful activities...

Prabhupäda: They have no such distinction. There is no such distinction.

C. Hennis: You have to establish first of all a...

Prabhupäda: No, it is already there. It is already there. 

(Ed: “distinction between pious and sinful activity.”):

Just like in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said that kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam.
Those who are interested in producing means of living, or foodstuff, in the society, say,

the mercantile, (Ed: trading AFTER all varnas are subsisting on production from cow and bull protection):

the agriculturist, (Ed: AGAIN those who can produce food by agriculture with the bulls)
they should give protection to the cows. That is very essential, 

THAT milk is so important thing.

If you get... Now, we have, in your western country, we have introduced such ideas in West Virginia. We have started one community project where we are keeping cows also. The cows are giving more milk than in other farm. They are so jubilant. Even up to eighty pounds milk, they are giving, because they know that "These people will not kill me." They know it. They are very happy.

We  don’t kill  their calves.
In other farms,

as soon as the calf is there,

in front of the mother they are killed. You see?

So if these things go on, without any brain,

without any intelligence,

you may make hundreds of organization,

the (S)society will never be happy. (Ed: consuming milk from above)

THIS is our verdict.
Yogeçvara: Your point was that the people need to be taught what is sin and what is pious activities?

C. Hennis: Well, we can't be accused of engaging in sinful activities when they don't think that what they are doing is sinful.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Therefore, if they have no knowledge what is sinful, simply by instruction, "Don't do something sinful," so what is the use? They must know. We give in the beginning, in our society, "These are are sinful activities." What is that? Meat-eating, sinful activity. And gambling, illicit sex, and intoxication. You must give it up. All these European and American boys, they were habituated to all these things from the very birth. They did not know they are sinful. But since they have come to me, I have said,

"These things are sinful." They have given up. And just compare with their character, with their behavior... (break)

daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä
mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäm (taranti te)
So we must know what is the law of nature, what nature wants. Nature does not want at least human being should be sinful. Then you will be punished. [ ]

Prabhupäda: No, whatever subject may be, our point is the same. 

You just try to understand. If... You can organize so many, but if there is lack of brain,

the brain is not in order, 

(Ed: i.e to understand the above distinction of protecting cows, calves and bulls for milk and food production as opposed to the production of milk etc. in which the cows, calves and bulls are slaughtered)

then any amount of suborganization, organization,

will never be successful.

That is my point.

C. Hennis: Yes, but there some people are better endowed with brains than others. Some people haven't got brains or not much brains.

Yogeçvara: But at least the direction must have brains. That's the point.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The brain... This is the work of the first-class man, this is the work of the second-class man. Just like any organization, any office, "These are for these men, the class. These are meant for the superintendent. These are meant for..." 

Everywhere, there must be organization, not that everyone should work whimsically. No.

There must be a managing board,

managing director.
He is giving direction.

Under his direction, everyone is organized.

So the United Nations, such a great. This was organized for the total benefit of the human society, but there is no department which is actually can be called the brain organization.

C. Hennis: That's true. That's true.

Prabhupäda: That is my point.

C. Hennis: That's true. They're servants of the membership and the membership is the international..., of the states, of the world. And if the governments of the states of the world, if Mr. Giscard d'Estaing, Mr. Nixon and Mr. Wilson and all the others don't have brain, then I'm afraid that the United Nations can do nothing to give them brains. There has to be... We are only the servants of these people. What we try and do is let them get together and help them understand their problems.

Prabhupäda: Let them understand.

At least, let them understand what they should do, (Ed; karya akarya)
what they should not do. This much... (Ed: according to guru, sadhu and sastra)

C. Hennis: This we do try to do to the extent that it is possible for the secretariat to shape and evolve a philosophy. We do try to do it. But of course we can't adopt a completely radical approach. We do what we can in the manner of a good servant and the manner of a good steward to try and help the leaders along the right path and right direction. Your Divine Grace, I thank you very much indeed for this audience. It's been very kind of you.

Prabhupäda: I may be a madman. I have talked so many things and you say all right.

C. Hennis: It's been very splendid, and I thank you very much indeed for giving me...

Prabhupäda: (laughing)

But I am very much, I mean, strict on this point,

that if the Society does not know
what is sinful  and  what is pious,

it is ALL useless.

C. Hennis: Well, let's hope that they'll be a...

Prabhupäda: It can be a decoration. That we describe, "The decoration of the dead body."
Anyone who has no brain, lost all brain, it is a dead body.

So a dead body you can decorate to your full satisfaction, but what is the use of decorating a dead body?

C. Hennis: Well, thank you very much again. It's very kind of you.

Prabhupäda: Give him some prasäda. Please sit down for a moment.

C. Hennis: I have to go because I have a...

Yogeçvara: If you can wait just two minutes. One tradition is that we always offer our guests prasädam, foodstuffs that we prepared.

C. Hennis: Thank you very much. But I have to go very shortly. I have to...

Yogeçvara: Well perhaps I should give him downstairs.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Give him.

C. Hennis: May I, may I? Thank you very much. That's very kind of you. Thank you.

Prabhupäda: Thank you. (Mr. Hennis goes out)

Puñöa-kåñëa: It's true what you say Prabhupäda. They come and they put forward their idea and if you don't like it, well, "Oh!" but if you like, "Oh, very good man." They have their own ideas.

Prabhupäda: What, his nonsense idea. From the result we see nobody is happy. What is this idea? They have big, big scientists, big, big politicians, big, big..., but where is it people are happy? They are simply fighting. Now, recently in Rome, Italy, the Communists and the Fascists fought, and six innocent person died. So where is the benefit of this United Nations? They do not have really brain. Manufacturing something, concocting something. That's all. Where is the brain? They have no discrimination between sinful activities and pious activities.

Yogeçvara: He admitted it.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Any sane man will admit it.

Cow is giving milk--mother.

And bull is producing food--he is father.

And they are being killed?

Is that human Society?

How they can be happy?

There is no possibility.
Regularly they are maintaining slaughterhouse especially for the cows and bulls. Why don't you slaughter the dogs and hogs and eat if you are meat-eater? There are many meat-eaters who eat dogs. Dog is useless. You can eat. Hog is also useless. They are eating also dog and hog, everything, whatever they...

Yogeçvara: His point was that they can... He was thinking that man has the capacity for resolving his own problems. Simply we have to come together and organize.

Prabhupäda: That is United Organization. Why do they not think all these things?

Yogeçvara: There is no direction.

Prabhupäda: No direction. There is no brain. Therefore for the last, why last? Twenty years? Before that, in our younger days, the League of Nation, that was formulated in 1918, '19. So they are trying to unite the whole nation under different names from '18, apart from other year. So for the more than fifty-five, sixty years, they are all good brains of the nation. What they have done? That means they have no brain. The problems are increasing. Instead of decreasing the problems, they are increasing.

Puñöa-kåñëa: You used the example that in the United States...

Prabhupäda: Now there was fight between two opposite nations. Now, within the nation, there are so many opposite parties, they are fighting. So instead of nationwide, it has become homely affairs, my home, your home, fighting. That's all. Although we belong to the same nation. So what is the improvement? Now, in Italy the Fascist party and the Communist party, they fought and so many people died. So this will increase, increasing, partyism. So where is the brain?

Puñöa-kåñëa: So then the first point is to educate people who they are serving, they are working for.
Prabhupäda: Yes. 

First of all, 

there must be a class of men, ideal men, brain; people will follow them.

My request is therefore that you should become ideal men.

If we fight... Now there is fighting amongst ourself.

That is very disappointment to me.

The same politics, intrigues.

The nature is so strong that brain becomes, what is called? Fag brain? Brain becomes deranged.

Puñöa-kåñëa: I remember on a walk in Våndävana, Your Divine Grace said that there should be no politics in our society because a Vaiñëava means one who wants to help others become happy.

Prabhupäda: Now politics is coming in.

As soon as

HYPERLINK  \l "nowmoneyiscoming"
 we are getting money, the politics coming.

That is a great concern.

Yogeçvara: What will happen to our temples in the cities? Will we keep them?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Yogeçvara: Our temples. These big, big temples we have now.

Prabhupäda: No, no. We have to go everywhere. Wherever there is opportunity to instruct about this spiritual subject matter, we must go there. We should not have such discrimination, that city should be neglected. No. Why? They are also human being. They are misled. So we have to give them a little instruction. Everywhere. In cities there is possibility. Whatever we have collected, our men, that is from city, not from the village. So why should we neglect city? Where is the question? [break] All hobgoblin, the last word which I said, “dressing the dead body, decorating the dead body.” 

The Society has no brain; that means dead body. 

When a man’s brain is gone, he is dead body, maybe he is living. He has no use. Just like a madman. He has got life, but what is the use of that life? It is already dead. Because his brain is deranged. Is it not? So if the brain is lost, brain is deranged, therefore it is dead body. That is the distinction between living body and dead body. A living man has got brain. He can work with his brain. And the dead bod... The body is there. Why call it dead? Because brain is not working. Brain is dead. That is the difference. Although the hand is there. The dead man has also hand. The leg is there. The dead man has also leg. But why the hand is leg? Because the brain is dead.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Is it that the çüdra class of men should be trained that they are serving either God or a God conscious leader, or should they be educated to feel that their work is for God.

Prabhupäda: Yes, provided you are for God. 

They will see and learn.

If you simply teach them, 

you do not do anything, then how they will learn? 

Äpani äcari prabhu jéve çikhäilä. When they actually see that

“These men are dedicated to God,” then they’ll do whatever you wish.

Yogesvara: They are making better organizations, but they are not giving any example to the people.

Prabhupäda: Everyone is concocting some ideas, 

and they are going on as different organization. That's all. 

No  standard idea.
The standard idea is there in the Bhagavad-gétä,
that cows should be given protection, go-rakñya.
Who is following this?

Everyone  is making plan  how to kill cows  in a more scientific way.

(Ed:by BUYING their milk without the responsibility of PROTECTION)

This is going on.
Who is taking the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä?
Nobody is taking.

Even in India where Bhagavad-gétä is originally, these rascals also not taking. And they have become so brainless. Therefore the whole human society is a dead society. And the dead society's dressing, decorating, is useless waste of time. That's all. Their education, their advancement... He has no brain. What is the use of education? That is said by Cäëakya Paëòita, that snake is a snake. Do you think a snake decorated with a jewel on the hood is gentleman?

Similarly, a man without brain, so-called education,

is just like a jewel on the head of a serpent. 

Kim asau na bhayaìkara. Cäëakya Paëòita asks "Whether a snake with jewel on the head is not fearful? He is as much fearful as the other snake without the jewel." Similarly, if a human being has no brain, with his so-called education or no education, it is as good. The education has no value.

He does not know what is good work, what is bad work,
what is my aim of life, what is this body, what is the soul? If these things he does not know, then what is the value of his education? So the man is not satisfied?

Guru Gauräìga: He was in a hurry to get out.

Yogeçvara: Oh, yes. He asked me to excuse him to you. He had a meeting to go to.

Prabhupäda: I would say  "If he has no brain, 

what is the use of going to a meeting?" (laughter) 

Our only... Çva-viò-varähoñöra-kharaiù saàstutaù puruñaù paçuù. The men are like dogs, hogs, camels and asses. What they will do? Meeting of the dogs, hogs, camels and asses will be any beneficial to the society? We are very pessimistic, and our conclusion, that anyone who is not Kåñëa conscious, he is dogs, hogs, camels, asses, that's all. No brain, animal. Animal has got brain: how to eat, how to sleep, how to have sex life. So these people, they have got brain for that purposes only. That is animal life. Actually, they do not know what is the aim of life, why people should be educated, why human society should be organized. They do not know. Bahir-artha-mäninaù.
Enamored by these big, big buildings. That's all.

"Oh, they are so advanced." And naturally, the common man comes to the European or American city, he says, "Oh, Americans are very rich." "Rich" means they have piled up stones and bricks, that's all. This is their richness. What is there in the richness here? But people are common men. They think that this piling of bricks and stone is like real civilization. What do you think? Is that real civilization?

Yogeçvara: No.

Prabhupäda: Piling of bricks and stones? Heaps of stones and bricks? That is emblem of civilization? They have seen. In Rome they have seen. They also piled like that. Now they have gone. Where they have gone? Why they left? Why they were obliged to leave? That nobody is questioning. And if he has got a different body, if he is living in that house as cats and dogs and rats and ants, then what benefit he has derived? There is possibility. If you have got an attraction for the body, for your house, but you are not going to get a human body, then you'll have to take your birth in that place, as tree, as plant, as live as rat or cat or ant. You have to live. Nature will give you advantage. But you must get the body according to your karma. That you cannot violate. Where is this science discussed? As soon as we shall speak gentleman like them, they will say, "I have got meeting."

Yogeçvara: Yes, "I must leave."

Prabhupäda: Ah, "I must leave." When we come to real proposition, immediately they want to leave. This is their brain.

Yogeçvara: Every time a gentleman like that comes or a man like that comes and we get too close to the point about Kåñëa consciousness, they seem to become afraid.

Prabhupäda: No, as soon as we raise this question, killing, 

he became sorry.

He has no answer. 

Therefore he wants to be out, evade.

"Why Christians are killing?" Anyone I raise this question, immediately he becomes stopped, mum, dumb. That's all. Christian community, there are so many. Practically the majority of the human society, they are Christian. They are the persons who are indulging in killing. And where is Christian? Judging from the Ten Commandments, there is not a single Christian, not a single, and still, they are going, the Pope, the cardinal, the priest, the church.

All simply show-bottles, that's all..
There is no life.
And therefore it is dwindling.

Practically... Just like our Los Angeles was Christian Church. Nobody was coming  Therefore it was sold. And now there is no place to accommodate devotees. Life is lost in Christian religion. Nobody is interested, no more. And within a few years, it will be lost. It is lost in... I have seen in England. Nobody is going to church. All churches are being closed.

How long you will cheat? What is that?

Yogeçvara: Juice.

Prabhupäda: I have got it. You can distribute it.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Prabhupäda, they have the philosophy that, generally when we ask them, that "God created the world for us to enjoy." That is what the Christian generally says, that "The world is made for us to enjoy."

Prabhupäda: But enjoy does not mean that you enjoy sinfully. Did God give that document, that

"You enjoy as you like, sinfully."
Enjoy.  There is

 prescription. You enjoy to the prescription. 

God says, tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä mä gådhaù kasya svid dhanam.
You simply  enjoy what is allotted   to YOU.

HYPERLINK  \l "whyshallIENCROACHuponHISPROPERTY"
other's property. 

[Ed: LIVES' of cows by buying their milk or by not cooperating and usurping the property and livelihood of devotees protecting cows and engaging the bulls]
This i s God's injunction. You enjoy. As human being, you enjoy life.
You have got food grains, fruits, flowers, MILK.

Enjoy life. Offer to Kåñëa. Enjoy life. (Ed: see above)

Why should you kill animal?

(Ed: Why should we drink her milk and not take responsibility for her life by combining and cooperating through producing, directing, protecting and assisting?)

That is God's... Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä. He says patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam. 

Why do you go to (Ed: help) kill animals? 

That is not enjoyment. That means you suffer, therefore you are suffering. You are creating suffering. So this man is at least informed that they have no brain. 

(Ed: brahmana to understand sastra and ksatriya to follow)

Yogeçvara: Maybe he will tell them at his meeting.

Prabhupäda: (laughter) But he could not defend that he has got brain, yes. So however these men may declare very, very big, we know that "You have no brain. You are as good as animal." Therefore Bhägavata says, çva-viò-varähoñöra-kharaiù: "These classes of men are no better than the dogs, hogs, camels and asses." Bhägavata school will not approve of these rascals as human being. They are so strict. If one is not on the platform of God consciousness, he is not human being. He is animal. That's a fact. But we should not hate the animals because our mission is to bring them to the human consciousness. You cannot expect that your audience should be all highly brain. No. Preaching is required because they have no brain.

Therefore your duty is to tolerate all difficulties and bring them to the sense of brain. 

Not that "These people are animals; we shall not mix with them." Then you have no missionary activities. Then you sit down in a place and chant Hare Kåñëa. Then don't open centers. (Ed: Therefore I am... FARM FARM FARM FARM)

That is also dangerous.

If we imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura, "Let us all chant and do nothing,"

then the mäyä, the women, they are very expert.

They could not conquer over Haridäsa Öhäkura,

but she'll conquer upon you.

And become victim. Therefore we have to be active. We cannot imitate Haridäsa.

Anyone who has imitated the Haridäsa Öhäkura, 

he has fallen down.
He has fallen.

He MUST fall down because imitating the highest personality,

for which he is not fit.
Therefore he's going to fall down.

When by preaching, by chanting, we will be expert, then it is possible.

Prabhupäda:
Just like by nature there are four division in the body—

the brain, the arm, the belly, and...,

all of them required...

You cannot reject  any one of them.

Then it is not fullness.

But the brain should be the, I mean to say,

Prime director, managing director.
So the qualification of brähmaëas are stated. Çamo damas titikñä? Eh? So at the present moment the society has no brain because there is no person, no person who is qualified like that, samo damas titikñä.

Bhagavad-gétä 13.35                 Geneva, June 6, 1974

So Kåñëa, being asked by Arjuna, He's giving the knowledge that this body is called kñetra. Kñetra means field of activities. Just like in agricultural land. You get a piece of land, and you produce your own food grain, or as you like. The government gives you a piece of land, and you have to pay a little tax, and you can grow your food grains as you like. Similarly, as we wanted, Kåñëa has given us this body. Now we can work with this body as we like. If you want, you can utilize this body for higher elevation, or you can utilize this body for your nonsense purpose and go to hell. That is your choice.

Just like somebody is using this body, undergoing austerities, penance, according to the spiritual, regulative life, and one man is using this body only for sense gratification, drinking and sex. So it is my choice, to utilize this body as I like, and I also reap the result. The same example: 
You are given a field, a piece of land. 
You can grow twice, thrice in a year very nice foodstuff, sometimes pulses, sometimes paddy, sometimes the mustard seed. Any land... 
In India, we have seen that a cultivator produces three, four kind of food grains in a year. 
That is the system... (aside:) Not this...

That is the system that in India every man is producing his food grains independently. 
Now it is stopped. Formerly, all these men, they used to produce their food grain. 
So they used to work for three months in a year, 
and they could stock the whole year's eatable food grains. 
Life was very simple. After all, you require to eat. 
So this Vedic civilization was that keep some land and keep some cows. 
Then your whole economic question is solved.

Now, in this country, Geneva, I heard there is... I am tasting the milk, first-class milk. I think the world's best milk. Unless one has got his own cows, one cannot get such nice milk. But I hear also that because there is excess production of milk, they have decided to kill twenty-thousand cows.

Devotee: Last year, they decided to do it, but apparently they didn't do it. They wanted to do it.

Prabhupäda: Just see how much foolish proposal it is. So for want of God consciousness, this mischievous intelligence can be found. The whole economic question can be solved. If you have got excess, then you can trade, you can send to some place where there is scarcity. 
But every man should produce his own food. That is Vedic culture. 
You get a piece of land and produce your family's foodstuff.

But they are... What they are doing? In Australia, in Africa, they have got enough land, but the government... Maybe they have no sufficient men to utilize the land, but they won't allow any outsider to go there who can produce. I have seen in Africa. Very, very large tract of land was lying vacant, nobody is producing any food. They are producing coffee. That is not the local men. The Britishers who have gone there, They are producing coffee, tea, and keeping some cows for slaughtering. This is going on. In Australia, also, I have seen.

Even some priestly class. They invited me, received me, received me very well. So one of the priests, he inquired that "Why our Christian religion is dwindling? What we have done?" And actually, that's a fact. I have seen, in London at least, the churches are for sale. Nobody's going to the church. Some of the churches have been taken for making go-down, storehouse or some factory. Many hundreds of thousands... In London there are many churches. Churches are there in New York also, other places. Formerly, people were religious. It doesn't matter whether one constructed temple or church. It doesn't matter. There was prayer to the Supreme. But now people are forgetting.

I don't find many churches here in Geneva. They don't like to go to church here?

Guru-gauräìga: They say they do.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Guru-gauräìga: They say they do.

Prabhupäda: No, but don't find many churches here. So this is not very good sign. People should eat sumptuously, not overeating. Overeating is bad. Not undereating. Yuktähära-vihärasya yogo bhavati siddhaye. Yuktähära, as much as you require, you must eat. Yajïärthe... Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Either human being or an animal, they must get sufficient food, and that means anna, food grains. So I have studied it very thoroughly. If people produce food grain in all the lands available all over the world, they can feed ten times population than it is at present. Kåñëa has made such arrangement.

In the Éçopaniñad, it is said, pürëam adaù pürëam idaà pürëät pürëam udacyate [Éçopaniñad, Invocation]. In the creation of Kåñëa, there cannot be any scarcity. Everything is sufficiently there. Pürëam, it is complete, perfectly made, either this planet, that planet. Everywhere, the living entities are there, and Kåñëa has made provision for every one of them. There is no question of scarcity. But people are not obeying the orders of Kåñëa or the authorities, that "You produce..." Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Even in Bible, it is said, "Thou shalt not kill." They are not producing food grains, and they are killing the animals and eating.

How they will be happy? It is not possible. Most sinful activities. 
You produce your food. The bull will help you. And the cows will supply you milk. 
They are considered to be father and mother. Just like father earns money for feeding the children, 
similarly, the bulls help producing, plowing, producing food grains, and the cow gives milk, mother. 
And what is this civilization, killing father and mother? This is not good civilization. 
It will not stay. There will be catastrophe, waiting. 
Many times it has happened, and it will happen because transgressing the law of nature, or laws of God, is most sinful. That is sinful.

Just like you become criminal by transgressing the law of state, similarly, when you transgress the law of God, then you are sinful. So this example is given: idaà çaréraà kñetram. 
That means to own a certain piece of land is the basic civilization. 
Everyone must have a portion of land to produce his food. 
There will be no economic problem.
And we have seen even in our childhood that poor men, the laborer class, servant, they came from village in the town. We were residents of town, Calcutta, The servants class, they would come... Everywhere, not in Calcutta, everywhere. The villagers would come, and the small salary. Even in our young days, we were paying salaries to the servants, twelve rupees, fourteen rupees, without any food. And still they would save at least ten to twelve rupees out of that. And this money, the servant would send to his wife at home, and as soon as there is two hundred rupees, he'll purchase a piece of land. And in this way, when he has got sufficient land for producing food for the whole family, then he would no more come to city for working. We have seen it.

That means as soon as one has a land sufficient to produce, he is safe. 
His food problem—that is the real problem—is solved. 
So people are not being trained up to... In America, I have seen. Now the farmers, the father is working on the farm, and the sons, they do not come. They live in the city. This is the tendency all over the world. They are not producing food grains. Therefore there is scarcity. There is scarcity of...

Especially in a country like India where the population is very big and there is no land available, there must be scarcity of food. Especially the Britishers, they have divided India: Pakistan and Hindustan. So all the food grains are there on the Pakistan side, and in the Hindustan side all the industries are there. So they are fighting. They have no industrial facilities, and they have no agricultural facilities. All policies. They would fight all along. The Britishers wanted that "You have taken your independence. All right, you'll suffer all the time, fighting between your..." This was a policy. So it is going on nicely.

So anyway, the whole world situation is degrading, that people are not producing their own food. 
This is the problem, real problem. 
Kñetra-kñetra-jïa. This example is given. As every man must possess a piece of land... Therefore this... Because it is very common thing, this example has been given. Kñetra-kñetra-jïa.

So as we till our land and gets foodstuff according to my labor, according to my intelligence... Food grains I can produce once twice, thrice, if I work hard. Generally, they work two times: three months, three months. And those who are very lazy, they work three months. But even working for three months, they can acquire foodstuffs for the whole year. That I have seen. So similarly, as we get some land and work for ourself, similarly, this body is also like that land. And I am... This "I," the soul, I can reap good result or bad result as I work with this body. This is very similar.

This is knowledge. Kåñëa says, idaà çaréraà kaunteya kñetram [Bg. 13.2]. Kåñëa does not say that "Arjuna, you are this body." That is the beginning of Bhagavad-gétä. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe [Bg. 2.13]. Within this body, the owner of the body is there. This is the beginning of knowledge. So this knowledge is lacking. Nobody knows that "I am within this body." Everyone is thinking, "I am this body." I am American, I am Indian, I am Czechoslovakian, or I am Swiss, and... Everyone is thinking. That means they have no knowledge. All fools and rascals. So the all fools and rascals civilization, how we can be happy?

There must be intelligence. They have no intelligence. They are thinking of philanthropic work, but still thinking that "I am this body." So what that philanthropic work will do? We... With ignorance, with no knowledge, whatever you do, it is foolish. As there are... 
Sometimes they divide, four classes of men: lazy intelligent, active intelligent, and lazy fool and active fool. 
The active fool is fourth-class because whatever he'll do, it is foolish. So result will not be very good. Active fool. So lazy fool is better than the active fool.

Just like the monkey. It is active fool. In your country, in the Western country, you don't see many monkeys. But in India, there are many monkeys. As soon as a monkey will come, he will create some mischief. He's very busy, jumping here, there, here, here, there, but always creating mischief. So modern civilization... And the Darwin's theory is that they have come from monkey. (laughter) So they are also doing like that, jumping like monkey, this way, that way, this way, that way, but always creating mischief.

So this is very good example, that idaà çaréraà kñetram. He has given, God has given you a piece of land, this body. Now you work. You make your future with this body. Karmaëä... Because the body is produced according to my karma. Otherwise, why there are so many varieties of body? We are all human beings. Everyone, we are, we possess two hands, two legs. Still, the bodies are different. We don't find anybody's body is exactly equal to the other. No. Because we have got different mentality. Every one of us, we are individual soul; we have got different mentality, different propensities, different ideas. So in this way we have got different bodies. This is the science.

Science, they are searching out so many things, but they do... Why they cannot explain that why there are varieties of body. Why not exactly equal human being exactly of the same feature, same...? Just like we do some... In mold, the, all the dolls come out of the same body. It is not like that. For each and every living entity, Kåñëa has to prepare a different type of body. Therefore we have got different types of body according to karma.

So this is knowledge, that "I have got this body as field." As one gets the land for cultivating his food grains, according to his labor, according to his choice, similarly, we have got this field of activity. Now we can make our future good or bad according to our choice. Idaà çaréraà kaunteya kñetram iti abhidhéyate [Bg. 13.2]. This is called kñetra, working land.

Just like father gives some capital to the son: "You do some business." Now, you lose the money or increase it hundred times; that depends on you. Similarly, Kåñëa has given us. We wanted to enjoy this material world, and Kåñëa has given us. The first beginning body is Brahmä, very exalted body. But on account of our abominable activities, from Brahmä, we come down to become the worm of stool. This is called karma, kñetra.

There are eight million four hundred thousand species of life, and according to our work, we get some body, some type of body. And if we work in the modes of goodness, then we get still better body in higher planetary system, long duration of life, better standard of living condition, more and more, thousand times, thousand times. Whatever comforts and facilities we have got here on this planet, if we work in the modes of goodness, then we get more and more facilities.

Similarly, if we work just like animals, then we are degraded more and more downwards. Tala, Atala, Talätala, Pätäla, like that. There are planetary systems, and similarly, there are higher planetary system. You can see every day. Each and every star means they are different planetary system. So according to your work, you are promoted or degraded or you keep here.

It is up to you. In another place, Kåñëa says,

yänti deva-vratä devän

The same thing. If you desire, you can promote yourself to the higher—that is within the material world—higher planetary system for better comfort of life, better, long duration of life. That you can go. Yänti deva-vratä devän.

Just like if you come to Europe... At least... Of course, we are different men. We are preaching. But other Indians, they come, they come here by dressing like European, European coat, pant. So just we have to arrange for going to another country, passport, visa and dress and so many things. Similarly, if you want to go to the planets of the demigods, you have to prepare yourself. Yänti deva-vratä devän [Bg. 9.25]. Deva-vratäù, they can go. Similarly, pitå-vratäù, they can go Pitåloka. There are other planets. And bhütejyäù, if you want to remain here, then you become nationalist and this, that, so many...

"And if you like, you can go to Me also." Mad-yäjino 'pi yänti mäm. Those who are trying to promote themselves in Kåñëa consciousness, Kåñëa says mad-yäjinaù, "Those who are worshiping Me, they come to Me." So now it is your choice. This body is given to you. Now you make your choice whether you want to have, in this material world, better facilities, better duration of life, or if you want to degrade yourself to the animal life, or if you want to go to Kåñëaloka, everything, whatever you want, you can get. And this is the chance, this human form of body. You make your choice. Therefore Kåñëa says, idaà çaréraà kaunteya kñetram iti abhidhéyate [Bg. 13.2]. It is just like the land of cultivation. Now you cultivate.

kñetra-jïaù iti tad-vidaù

 [Bg. 13.2]

And... Just like the land and the proprietor of land. The proprietor of the land knows that "This is my land." It is not "I land." That is ignorance. So people are taking this, that "I am this body." That is ignorance. If they know, if one knows that "I am not this body; I am proprietor of this body, I'll have to work with this body for my future," then that is knowledge. Etad yo vetti kñetra-jïa, knower, one who knows. That is the beginning of knowledge. Then Kåñëa says,

kñetra-jïaà cäpi mäà viddhi

sarva-kñetreñu bhärata

kñetra-kñetra-jïayor jïänaà

yat taj jïänaà mataà mama

 [Bg. 13.3]

Kåñëa is giving His opinion, the Supreme Authority, that "If you want to know, if you want to be in knowledge, this is knowledge." What is that? "That this body, you are not this body; you are the owner of the body.

And you should know also that the there is another person. As you are a person, you are owner of this body, there is another person." Who is that? "That is I am." Kåñëa says. Kñetra-jïaà cäpi mäà viddhi: "I am also owner of this body." Actually Kåñëa is the owner of the body. 
Just like in a, in an apartment, there is the occupier and the landlord. 
So there are two men concerned. 
I do not know what is the system here. In India, there are two kinds of taxes, the occupier tax and the landlord's tax. Two kinds of taxes. So similarly, this body, I, the living entity, I am the occupier. I am not the owner. 
Although occupier is, to some extent, owner. But the real owner is the landlord.
Similarly, Kåñëa is the real owner of this body because Kåñëa has given me this body just to occupy it and work. So far. Not that I am the actual proprietor of this body. So when actually, one comes to this knowledge that "I am not this body"—this is one knowledge—and one comes to know also that "I am not proprietor, actual proprietor, of this body"... How can I be actual proprietor of this body? If you have got knowledge... Because this body is made of material ingredients.

So what are these material ingredients? Earth, water, fire, air, ether—they are physical elements. They are Kåñëa's energies. So this body made by Kåñëa's energy. And I, the person, I am also part and parcel of Kåñëa. We are two energies. I, as living entity, I am also the energy, superior energy. And this material body, that is also Kåñëa's energy. I cannot prepare this body if I like. No. The body is made by Kåñëa through the agency of this material energy, prakåti. Prakåti means the material energy. Kåñëa will say that mayädhyakñeëa prakåtiù süyate sa-caräcaram [Bg. 9.10]. This body is made by the material nature under the order of Kåñëa. Kåñëa is with you. Therefore He says, kñetra-jïaà cäpi mäà viddhi [Bg. 13.3], that "I am also one of the occupiers of this body." That is Paramätmä. So Kåñëa is so kind that He is taking note of my all desires, and as I desire, Kåñëa orders the material energy to prepare a suitable body for me, and I live there. This is knowledge. This is knowledge, that within this body...

In the Upaniñads also it is explained that in this tree—the body's taken as tree—there are two birds sitting as friends. One, the living entity, and the other is the Supersoul, Paramätmä, ätmä and Paramätmä.

So Kåñëa is so kind that actually He's supplying my order. I want to eat like tiger. Kåñëa is ordering material nature, "Well, he wants a tiger's body. Give him a tiger's body." I want to eat like hogs and dogs. Kåñëa orders material..., "Give him a body like a hog. He can eat very peacefully all kinds of stools." That's all. This is going on. This is going on. And if I want a body to serve Kåñëa, he'll give us. Ye yathä mäm... This is the meaning of ye yathä mäà prapadyant [Bg. 4.11]e. "As you desire, I give you. If you want a body to serve Me, you'll get a Vaiñëava body, and you will be able to serve Kåñëa." And if you want to serve cats and dogs, then you get a cats and dogs body.

Käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya [Bg. 13.22]. Guëa means... According to the guëa, you make your desire, That is contamination. And as there is contamination, as there is similar disease, similarly, as we desire similar body, we can get by the order of Kåñëa. Kåñëa gives order because we want it. Kåñëa does not force you to enter into the dog's body or hog's body or demigod's body or human being's body, but as we create situation by desire, Kåñëa gives us the facility to possess such body, and we work on, and we reap another result. This is called material existence. Thank you very much. (end)

Morning Walk                                June 9, 1974, Paris

Bhagavän: The best way to gradually get them detached?

Prabhupäda: Bhajana-kriyä. Therefore bhajana-kriyä, sädhu-saìga,  association with devotees and stick to the devotional program. Just like devotional program we have got. Bhajana-kriyä. This is called bhajana-kriyä. One cannot be slack in the process of devotional service. Then it will be... Vidhi-märga, 
the regulative principles: chant sixteen rounds, rise early in the morning, have maìgala-ärätrika, read books, take your bath—these are the process. Bhajana-kriyä. Bhajana means devotional service, and kriyä... The yogis, they call kriyä-yoga.
Room Conversation(2)                      June  11, 1974, Paris

Prabhupäda: ...giving to the vultures. Let the flesh-eaters take it. He did not like this idea much. (laughs)

Yogeçvara: It would ruin the economy.

Prabhupäda: Economy? What is that economy?

Yogeçvara: Because there's so much business that depends on the slaughter and the sale of animal flesh. Just like in India now, there is such a low economy that in some of the communist states, they've decided to export meat because it's good...

Prabhupäda: You can export after death. What is the wrong? You can export. 

Immediately, you take the cows after death, take the skin and take the meat also, skin and flesh, and put it into refrigerator and make export. 

We simply say that until the death of the cow, don't kill. 

Let us take the milk. That is our appeal only. 

What is the wrong there?

Puñöa-kåñëa: Also, the other day, Çréla Prabhupäda, you were telling us in Geneva that in India it was, at least until the present day forbidden to eat cows, and that those who would eat animals, they would eat dogs or goats, like this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We recommend the meat-eaters who eat dogs, as Korea, they're eating dogs, so you can eat also dog. 

But don't... You eat it. After death. 

We don't say don't eat. You are so much fond of eating. All right. You eat. 

Because after the death, we have to give somebody, some living entity. So generally, it is given to the vultures. So why to the vultures? Take the civilized men, who are as good as vultures. (laughter) The so-called civilized men. Yes. What is the difference between the vultures and these rascals? The vultures also enjoy a dead body. And they also kill, make it dead and enjoy. They're vultures.

Yogeçvara: Çakuni.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Çakuni, yes. They're vultures, and their civilization is vulture-eater. The animal-eaters, they're like jackals, vultures, dogs. They're similar to these animals, the animal-eaters. It is not human food. Here is human food. Here is civilized food, human food. Let them learn it. Uncivilized, rudes, vultures, räkñasas, and they're leaders. Therefore, I say all fourth-class men, they are leaders. Therefore the whole world is in chaotic condition. We require first-class men to lead. We are first-class men. Take our advice, and then everything will be all right. We are creating first-class men. What is the use of fourth-class men leading? All fourth-class men. If I say so frankly, people will be very angry. All fourth-class men. Basically, they're all fourth-class men.

Now, these first, second, third-class men are described.

So at the present moment, no one belongs to this qualification.

Even they are not to the third-class men. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam.

Who is, who is protecting the cows?
(Ed: proper management of their pasture to grow their food sufficiently, providing shelter, shade, water, health, happy relationships and engaging bulls in agriculture, subsisting on that combined produce, even as fourth class by assisting?)

That is the third-class man's business. So therefore everyone is fourth-class. So the fourth-class men, they are electing their representative to govern. They are also on the big fourth-class men. That is stated in the Bhägavata, çva-viò-varähoñöra-kharaiù saàstutaù puruñaù paçuù. Where is that verse? Find out. All fourth-class men.

Not fourth-class, less than fourth-class.

Fourth-class has got also some regulative duty. (ED: as above, give assistance to eat foodstuffs from protected cows and bulls)

But at the present moment, no regulative duty. (Ed: NO varnasrama)

Anyone can do whatever he likes, whatever he thinks.
All fifth-class, sixth-class men.
No regulative principle. (Ed: eat anything, wherever it comes from; however it is produced.)

The human life is meant for regulative principles. Just like we are insisting our students only for regulative principles just to make them real human life. No regulative principle means animal life. Animal life. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa yamena niyamena... The yoga system is there. It is to learn the regulative principles, yamena niyamena vä. The yoga system is very strict regulative principle. I do not know what they are doing. Generally, they misuse also that, but yoga means indriya-saàyama, controlling the senses. That is real yoga system. Because as the animals, they cannot control their senses, similarly... So the human being, having higher intelligence, they should learn how to control the senses. This is human life. Human life means controlling. I give this example. Just like in the... In your country, there is no such shop. In our country, the confectioner's shop is on the roadside, very nice. You have seen in India. They have prepared very nice, nice preparation and exhibited. People come and purchase. So animals, cows, as soon as they take some opportunity, they push their head and take something. Get away. Now, the animal, the cow is passing, and a human being is also passing. But the human being, although he's hungry, he likes to take some of the preparation, but he'll not do like that animal. He knows that "I have no money. So I shall have to restrain my tongue." That is human being. The animal pushes the head. 

So anyone who cannot carry the regulative principles is animal. [ ]
Puñöa-kåñëa: And that is supposed to be the brähmaëa class too, the professors. They're the educated class of people.

Prabhupäda: No, no. They are not brähmaëas. 
Those who give education in exchange  o f  money, 

they are not brähmaëas. 

Just like we are lecturing, educated, educating people. We don't say that "Give us salary." We simply ask them, "Please come." Therefore we are making food. I'll give you food. I'll give you good seat. Please come and hear. We are not asking money, that "First of all pay the fees. Then you come and learn Bhagavad-gétä." We never say so. So those, these so-called teachers, they first of all set up salary, "What salary you'll give me?" That is dog's business. That is not brähmaëa's business. Brähmaëa will never ask. Brähmaëa is eager to give lesson only. That's all. Brähmaëa is eager to see that people are educated. "Take free education and be educated. Be a human being." This is brähmaëa's business. I came here not to ask for any money. But I want to give lesson. This is brähmaëa's business.

Bhagavän: Today the priests are afraid to speak too strongly or else they will be fired and get no salary.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bhagavän: Today the priests, they are afraid to speak.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: Or like the politicians, they are afraid to speak 

because they are afraid that they will be voted out or get no more money to support their...
Prabhupäda: Yes. They're  after  money. So they are less than çüdras.
(Ed: sudras are faithful enough to serve for food based on cow and bull protection.)

That is the cause that Christ ianity has fallen down, 

that they cannot speak straightly, or otherwise...

It is straight commandment, "Thou shalt not kill." 

And because people are killing, they're... Now they are give man-to-man marriage, what to speak of other things. The priests, they are sermonizing this man-to-man marriage. Just see how degraded they have become. Whether any conception... At least, outside America, nobody knows that a man can be married with another man. What is this? And they're supporting it. You know that?

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So what is their standard?

Yogeçvara: Did he say anything before he left?

Jyotirmayé: Yeah, he said that he was in the, he was promulgating a law. So I asked him if he was going to help promulgate a law against cow-killing. So he said...

Prabhupäda: Now, this is our proposal, that why you should kill cow? Cow may be protected to take milk, and use this milk for so many nice preparations. Then, so far meat-eating is concerned, so every cow will die. It is a fact. So you wait a few days only. There will be so many dead cows. So you take all the dead cows and eat. So where is the bad proposal? 

If you say that "You are restraining us from meat-eating," no, we don't restrain you. 


We simply request you that "Don't kill. When the cow is dead, you eat it."

Puñöa-kåñëa: Prabhupäda, in the western countries now, the young people, when their parents grow old, they generally send them away to old age homes. So if they have no compassion even towards their own parents, that they would send them away, then how can we educate them to protect the cow which is just like mother if they're even willing to practically kill their parents?

Prabhupäda: So there is no question of protecting.

We shall protect. 

Simply we ask them that "Don't purchase meat from the slaughterhouse.

We shall supply you the cow after his death." Where is the wrong?

Satsvarüpa: Not enough meat.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: Not enough meat fast enough, they're eating so much beef.

Prabhupäda: No, fast, fast. Fast means you have to eat the cow's flesh. So how you can make it fast? The cows' number are the same. So it will remain the same. Simply you wait for the natural death. Where is the restriction? You have got a limited number of cows. Either you wait for the death, or you kill it at once, the number of cows are the same. So we simply request you that you don't kill them. Wait for the natural death and take it. What is the wrong? The number of cows is the same. You cannot increase it. Increase or decrease, the number of cows is there. So we simply request you that so long they're alive, let us take it's milk, and give nice foodstuff to the human society.

Yogeçvara: If they don't kill it, they'll be even more cows.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: If they don't kill the cow, then they will have even more meat, because then the cow will have more time to reproduce, more calves. If they don't kill the cow right away.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: There'll be even more cows.

Prabhupäda: More cows. Yes. They'll have more cows. Simply we request that "Don't..."

You propagate this.  (Ed: PRACTICALLY by our EXAMPLE)
"Don't kill, don't maintain the slaughterhouse." It's very sinful. It has got very awkward reaction on the society. Stop this slaughterhouse. 

We don't say that you stop eating meat.

You eat meat, but don't take it from slaughterhouse. Or don't by killing.
Simply wait, and you'll get the... How long the cow will live?

Their maximum age is twenty years. So not that you have to wait for twenty years. There are many cows, eighteen years, sixteen years or ten years. So wait for that much time. Then you regularly get dead cows and eat. What is the wrong?

You make this propaganda. You may, for few years, may not get. By that time, you can eat some dogs and cats. (laughter) Yes. The Koreans, they are using dogs. Where is the difference between you and the Korean? You can eat also dogs for the time being. Or hogs. You eat hogs. 
We don't prohibit killing of these small animals. 

We don't sanction, neither prohibit.
But especially we request cow protection

because it is  ordered by Kåñëa.
Because we are  Kåñëa conscious people,

therefore WE  have to carry out the order of Kåñëa, go-rakñya.
That is OUR duty.

And economically also, it is very useful. 

{Ed: because milk is the ultimate complete food that can satisfy even a blood thirsty tiger (what to speak of any meat loving human) and since food is our first and main necessity, and whereas milk is the premium food on which we can even exclusively subsist in the most healthy and satisfied state, therefore any extra milk from happy protected cows is a huge profit. 

THAT is worth more than all our other income combined. 

Why?

Because we can live on that milk with practically no need for any income.
Why  sell the essence of the farm project for a few paltry dollars that buys nothing in comparison? 
Let devotees live on that milk, do their services and also do the best service by preaching the value of cow protection. 

Why such a huge endeavor involving so many devotees’ lives and resources running businesses to pay for unnecessary expenditures running into  hundreds of thousands a year simply to prop up an erroneous example anyway of a farm just to waste it by selling the milk we are all supposed to live with/from/on?

Just say we are spending $365,000 a year to “run” a farm (we won’t mention any which one in particular so as not to cause embarrasment). That’s $1000 a day.

Just say we are producing 50 liters of milk a day (aside from other agricultural products grown with the bulls which basically at the present in most situations, is nonexistent) so it is costing us $200 a liter to produce. 

At 30 liters average a day it costs around $350 dollars a liter to produce.

So where is the sense in selling it for $3.50 max (a hundred times less)?

And who is going to look after the calves born, cows and the pasture to feed them (for the next 25 years of their particular life expectancy) to support such a gross waste and impractical example of “preaching”, especially if we are PAYING someone to do it? (i.e. they will jump ship if not receiving any payment, so where is the question of self sufficiency and practicality of cow protection?)

However, taking basic land rates as $6,000 (without the twenty plus rubbish bin service charge @$200 each/year) and unavoidable expenses such as vet bills at $4000/year, i.e an absolute minimum of $10,000 per year (i.e. we are as much as possible self sufficient) say around $30 approximately a day ($10,000/365 days).

Then it will cost us $0.60 a liter (at 50liters/day) or $1.00 a liter to produce (at 30liters/day).

A trained up adult devotee can happily (with a bit of practice and a good example to follow) live on an absolute minimum of 3 liters a day, less of course if we can grow anything else.

Then we can run the farm with a minimum of ten trained up adults living on milk (i.e.30 liters) as their mainstay and the rest for children or if by some impossible scenario people are not inspired by our example and can’t donate our minimum expenses of $30 a day, then we could sell it IF NEED BE (excess 20 liters, say) to outside devotees which at $3.50 a liter comes to  $25,550 a year. 

That would leave $15,550 a year for absolutely needed capital expenditures such as fencing materials IF NEED BE.

Even taking our minimum expenses at $25,550 a year it still works out fine.

BUT we do not think that we will not be able to EASILY meet our minimum expenses with contributions WITHOUT SELLING OUR OWN FOOD, MILK, simply by showing a perfect example of a model self-sufficient community of happy healthy satisfied devotees thereby proving the supremely practical worth of protecting cows and bulls.

[Really, it is not our milk to sell anyway as so many devotees have contributed their money, time, labour, service and lives since the beginning of the project. If we take our our allotted share in the form of milk and divide the surplus milk by the total expenditure to date (say we even had to pay all the devotees) including the capital cost of the initial purchase of the land plus current expenses we get a real picture of the cost of the milk and the real price to sell any excess for.]
We think the world will be at our door asking our secret to satisfaction and we will be able to confidently reply: happy cows (lots of milk) and chanting Krishna.

Practically, though, this can be organized by vaisyas feeding (or paying) sudras with milk and produce, giving the ksatriya 25% of that and giving charity to brahmanas.

[Actually, in the system of varnasrama Srila Prabhupada has prescribed, all are really brahmanas (as devotees) but for management and practicality we will do whatever is needed. Some may be expert in studying and giving direction from sastra, some learning and teaching all the varnas etc.]

As for offerings for the Deities, They would be no doubt more satisfied with regular milk offerings and whatever we can produce such as fruit etc. rather than the rigmarole currently purchased “from the slaughterhouse shops” with which we are trying to please Them and going absolutely nowhere instead (except maybe backwards or downwards to ….).

The less we can live on, the happier They will be and so will we! 

Anyway, the point is that by selling our own food we are short changing ourselves, our cows (and others’ through example), preaching and the opportunity to save many souls from repeated births and deaths.

By living on milk we need do nothing else but have fun with the cows, chant and dance in ecstacy, preach up the perfect storm, control all over the world and prove everyone as “foolish by practical”.

But first we have to honestly realize our own foolishness. 

That will really prove our greatness. 

It all starts with mangala arati, chanting our sixteen rounds and drinking milk for breakfast (even before we get hungry).

Then we can serve all day perfectly satisfied “without any food anxiety” and then have another dose in the evening when we get hungry for a blissful, restful sleep. 

Once we feel the great benefits we’ll most likely never think about other types of foodstuffs again (except when we dream that we are eating something, regretting it but when we wake up we’ll feel great relief that we didn’t “fall down” after all and that it was only a nightmare)}. 

Kåñëa has recommended for nothing, it is not like that. 

It has some meaning, that if you have got cows. 

You see. They're... Our cows in New Vrindaban, they're giving more milk than other cows. Because they are confident that they'll not be killed here. They have got sense. Not like that rascal, "They have no soul. They have no sense." They have got sense. In other places, they do not give so much milk. But in New Vrindaban, they're so jolly, as soon as Kértanänanda Mahäräja calls, they'll come. Yes, just like friends. And they are confident that "We'll not be killed." So they are jubilant, and they're giving much milk. Yes. 

So in Europe, the (Ed: milk) cows are also good, but the cow-killing system also very good.

So you stop this.
(Ed: by stopping ALL involvement in slaughterhouse milk and showing the economically PRACTICAL way HOW to produce it WITHOUT KILLING by SUBSISTING ON IT through cooperation of the four varnas)
We simply request that, that you'll get the cow's flesh. As soon as it is dead, we shall supply you free of charges. You haven't got to pay four thousand pounds or four, this, or so much money. You get free and eat. And why you are killing? Stop this slaughterhouse. What is the wrong in this proposal? I think he could not give any counter-reasoning.

Bhagavän: He gave a proverb.

Prabhupäda: Rather, he supported.

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So use this. This is one of the business. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. We don't stop trade. We don't stop food, producing food grains. But we want to stop these killing houses. It is very, very sinful. Therefore in Europe, so many wars. Every ten years, fifteen years, there is a big war and wholesale slaughter of the whole human kind. And these rascals, they do not see it. The reaction must be there. You are killing innocent cows and animals. Nature will take revenge. Wait for that. As soon as the time is ripe, the nature will gather all these rascals, and club, slaughter them. Finished. They will fight amongst themselves, Protestant and Catholic, Russian and France, and France and Germany. This is going on. Why? This is the nature's law. Tit for tat. You have killed. Now you become killed. Amongst yourselves. They are being sent to the slaughterhouse. And here, you'll create slaughterhouse, "Dum! dum!" and killed, be killed. You know. You showed me?

Bhagavän: Yeah, French guillotine.

Prabhupäda: You see. As soon as there is bell, the Roman Catholics began to kill the Protestants. So this is nature's law. You don't require to be sent to the slaughterhouse. You'll make your slaughterhouse at home. You'll kill your own child. Abortion. This is nature's law. What are these children being killed? They are these meat-eaters. They enjoyed. Now they are being killed by the mother. They do not know how nature is working. You must be killed. If you kill, you must be killed. That I've discussed in this now Caitanya-caritämåta. Where is Nitäi?

Bhagavän: They kill the cow, which is a mother, and then sometimes they get, when their mother kills them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The mother becomes child and child becomes mother. That's all. Have you got transcription of the vyädha story?

Nitäi: The...?

Prabhupäda: Vyädha. The hunter, hunter story, recited by Caitanya Mahäprabhu?

Nitäi: Which...?

Prabhupäda: This twenty-fourth chapter, Madhya-lélä.
Nitäi: No, I don't think it's typed yet.

Prabhupäda: What you have typed? Bring. That is Närada's instruction, how by killing, one becomes killed. That is there.

Yogeçvara: Oh, Mågäri, the hunter.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: Mågäri.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you... Mäm... This meaning, the flesh, is Sanskrit word is mäàsa. Mäm. Mäm means "me." And sa means "he." "I am killing this animal. I am eating. And he'll kill me and eat." This word is reminding that "You are killing this animal, and eating. So this animal will kill you and eat you." This is the meaning of mäà sa. Mäà sa khädati iti mäàsa. "He'll be given the opportunity to kill you." And when the animal is sacrificed before the goddess Kälé, this mantra is cited to the ear of the animal that "You are giving your life before goddess Kälé. So next life you are getting the chance of human being." So he's promoted. Because he is being killed before the deity, goddess Kälé, so he is elevated, and he's given the chance that "This man will become animal, and you'll kill him." So after understanding this mantra, who will be ready to kill another animal? This is the mantra. While sacrificing an animal, this is the mantra. The priest will say in the ear that "You, Mr. Goat, you are being killed before this goddess of Kälé. So your benediction is that you have to undergo so many lives before coming to the human form of life, but because you are sacrificing, as a reward for this, you get immediately human life." So he's not loser. "And this man who is killing you, he'll become a goat like you, and you have the right to kill him." This is mantra.
Yogeçvara: Mäà sa.
Prabhupäda: Mäà sa. Mäà sa khädati iti mäàsa.
Nitäi: That story begins on verse 220, and I only have up to 121 here. This is the most recent tape. She's probably typing it... She'll type it today or tomorrow.

Prabhupäda: There these things are discussed.

Yogeçvara: The story of Mågäri and...?

Prabhupäda: In connection with that, I have discussed the animal killing.

So all these meat-eaters,

(Ed: AND milk consumers buying from the slaughterhouse dairy)

they are responsible for killing the innocent cows.

(Ed: NOT that the cows were butchers or meat eaters in their previous lives!)

Bhagavän: Many people today are discussing this topic of reincarnation, but they don't understand the significance of the effects...

Prabhupäda: How they'll understand, all dull-headed fools, rascals?
Dressed like gentlemen, that's all.

Tävat ca çobhate mürkho yävat kiïcin na bhäñate. A rascal fool is decorated so long, as long he does not speak. As long he'll speak, his nature will be revealed, what is he. This gentleman therefore did not stay long to expose himself. (laughter)

Bhagavän: That's intelligent.

Jyotirmayé: When this man left, he told me that there is a very, very, big actress. She's known all over the world. She's called Brigitte Bardot. And she's making propaganda now everywhere against slaughterhouses. So he said she's living around here, and we should meet her, and ask her to come and see you. So if she's here, we can try.

Prabhupäda: This mayor, mayor...? This mayor?

Yogeçvara: This man was explaining there's a very famous, beautiful actress. Her name is Brigitte Bardot, and she has become very popular now because she is trying to protect the animals. So she lives around here somewhere. He suggested that we contact her.

Bhagavän: What about him?

Yogeçvara: He just wants to...

Prabhupäda: What did he say about himself?

Jyotirmayé: It's when I asked him. I asked him: "So what are you going to do? Can you make a law against cow-killing?" So he said, "Oh... But there is this actress." Just give it, gave it to someone else to do.

Prabhupäda: No, we have to make this propaganda because

we are servant of Kåñëa.
And Kåñëa ORDERS kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam.
So we must take to agricultural work to produce food and

give protection to the cows. 
And IF there is excess product, we trade.
T H I S simple thing w e  M U S T  D O . Therefore I'm anxious to take outside Paris this center.

Our people should live there peacefully,

produce food grains, give protection to the cows, and work hard.

And IF there is EXCESS product, you can make money also. With ghee, you can start so many restaurants. That I have already... I have discussed on this point. We can make good money. We'll not be loser. Kåñëa conscious men, they'll be never loser by following the instruction of Kåñëa.

They'll live comfortably without any material want,

and tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti, and
after leaving this body, go to, directly to God.  This is also...

Yogeçvara: We can produce food and ghee on the farm, and then bring it and make prasädam and sell it in the restaurant.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, we can open our own restaurant. Our own restaurant, that I have already suggested. You have not discussed?

Satsvarüpa: Yes. We're preparing a letter to send to the whole society.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We, suppose we make ghee there.

[Ed: FIRST OF ALL become SELF-SUFFICIENT. IF there is excess milk after everyone (devotees following the principles and practically engaged in the four varnas and thus employed cooperatively) has drunk sufficiently fresh milk (the principal thing), AND after the remainder processed as yoghurt, buttermilk and whey has been consumed to the very last drop AND the cows calves and bulls are guaranteed full protection for their whole life (sufficient grass, shelter, water, comfort and happiness) along with their protectors, the qualified vaisyas as well as those whom they and brahmanas train to replace them i.e when the WHOLE varnasrama system is properly set up  THEN...)

We can make sandeça there. We can make rasagullä. We can make so many things, especially ghee. So open restaurant in any part of the city, and make nice kachoris, puri, halavä and so many other things, juri,(?) and people will purchase it. They'll come and sit down. I've given all the... That every foodstuff is ready. You sit down. Whatever you like, you take. And this is our charge for one plate. Don't waste. Just like it is distributed. You take one, two, three, four, as much as you like. But don't waste. Don't waste. So so far for your eating sumptuously, the charge is set. Suppose this man eats only one cake and you eat four cakes. That does not mean we shall charge more.

Yogeçvara: Same.

Prabhupäda: Same charge. Same charge. You sit down, eat to your heart's content, be satisfied, and let him also eat. Don't waste. We supply. This is our program. Not that each time... Just like in hotel, each time a plate is brought, immediately a bill. Is it not? No. You sit down, eat to your satisfaction. Charge is the same.

Puñöa-kåñëa: I think they will leave the restaurant with their pockets full of samosäs. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: That we shall not allow. That we shall not allow.

Bhagavän: You were telling us one time that in India, if a person has a mango orchard, you can come in if you're hungry and eat, but you cannot take any with you.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Still, if you have got a garden, somebody says, "I want to eat some fruits." "Yes, come on. Take as much fruit as you like." But you cannot take it away. Any number of men can come and eat. They even do not prohibit the monkeys. "All right, let him come in. It is God's property." That is the system. That is mentioned in Bhägavata. If the animals like monkeys, they come to your garden to eat, don't prohibit. Let him. He's also Kåñëa's part and parcel. Where he will eat if you prohibit? It is very practical. I have got another. This is told by my father. My father's elder brother was keeping a cloth shop. My father also was keeping a cloth shop. So it is in the village. So my uncle, what he would do, that before closing the shop, he'll bring one, what is called...?

Bhagavän: A bowl?

Prabhupäda: Bowl, big bowl. Or it is... What do you call, where you keep water?

Bhagavän: Pot.

Prabhupäda: Basin, basin. So one basinful rice he will keep in the middle of the shop. And there are rats. So the rats will take the rice, and not cut even a single cloth. It is practical. Yes. They are also animals. Give them food. They'll not create any disturbance. Give them food. Yes. Because cloth are very costly. And there are rats. If one cloth is cut by the rat, then it is great loss. So to save from this loss, he'll put in a basin... Rice was nothing. Rice... In our childhood, we have seen, two änäs per seer. That is with profit. You see. So one basinful rice, it doesn't cost even one änä. So by giving one änä worth food, he saves so many, hundreds of rupees cloth. Otherwise, if they're hungry, they'll cut it. Everyone has got obligation. Even the tiger. Even the tiger... One saintly person was in the jungle. His disciples said the tigers will never come and disturb in the äçrama because the äçrama head, they'll keep some milk little far away from the äçrama, and the tigers will come and drink and go away. He'll call, "You tiger, come and take your milk here!" Just like we call the dogs. They'll come and take the milk and go away. And they'll never attack any inmates of the äçrama. He'll say, ämära ajni hana isko bolo naya (?): "They are my men; don't harm them." Yes. Tigers can be trained up. Just like dog. They are a dog species. More ferocious, that's all. More ferocious dog. That's all. So you can train them. I have seen in the World Fair. One man has trained... I think most of you have seen. One tiger and one lion. And he was playing with that tiger, lion, just like one plays with dog. They can be trained up. They can understand also that "This man loves me. He gives me food. He's my friend." They also appreciate. Just like this picture, you have seen, Haridäsa Öhäkura? The big snake is going. The snake also knows that "He's saintly person. He may not be disturbed. Let me go away." And from reason also, éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäà håd-deçe... Kåñëa is everyone's heart. He's dictating. So Kåñëa can dictate to the animals, to the serpent, to the man, everyone. Such nice foodstuff. And mostly they are made of milk. These people, they do not know.

They kill the cows and throw the milk away to the hogs.

[ED: they take the cream for butter and ghee, but at least they give the leftover sour skim milk to the hogs; it is WE who throw away the whey and live high on the hog with butter and ghee bought on the basis of slaughtering cows and calves and we even kill our own cows through neglect, starvation (i.e grazing older cows with worn down or no teeth with younger ones long term in the same paddock), laziness, pride and ignorance.]
And they (we) are proud of their (our) civilization. Like jackals and vultures.

Actually, Kåñëa consciousness movement will transform 

these (us) uncivilized men to real civilization. 

Their civilization is now compact in masonry work, 
collecting stones and bricks and piling them. 
[Ed: spoiling and desecrating the farming communities (the only hope for practically demonstrating the solution to the world’s problems) by constructing the above prohibited infrastructure for the purpose of exploiting devotees for rent, or prostituting the Deities’ beautiful dham for the raksasa karmis to enjoy while devotees are ultimately and inevitably pushed to the outer)  

This much, their civilization. Actually, apaçyatäm ätma-tattvaà gåheñu gåha-medhinäm. The explanation I gave this morning. They do not know what is ätma-tattvam. Bahir-artha-mäninaù. The external feature, material nature, they're interested. These scientists, these philosophers, the man, they're simply interested in the external features. Internally, what is important, they do not know.

Why Commercial Dairies Can’t Stop Killing                        By Hare Kåñëa Devé Däsé

FROM TIME TO TIME I receive letters from people who want to help our Hare Kåñëa farms develop. They often suggest we market “organic milk” or “milk from protected cows.” So it was with interest that I read the following instruction by Grandfather Bhéñmadeva to Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira in the Mahäbhärata: “They who live by selling hair, poisons, or milk have to sink in hell.”

Bhéñmadeva is considered one of the twelve great mahäjanas, or authorities on Kåñëa consciousness. He spoke these words several thousand years ago. By looking at more recent history we can see the suffering these commercial activities have caused.

To see the miseries caused by “selling hair” one has only to look at the vast enclosure movement of the 1500s and 1600s, when peasants were swept off their land and left to starve so the manorial lords could expand a profitable wool industry.

As for the sufferings caused by poison sellers, one has only to look at the environmental havoc caused by pesticides over the last fifty years.

But what about selling milk? How would that cause suffering?

Consider the process of marketing milk. (For simplicity, we’ll set aside government subsidies, which make the process more complex.) The price of milk, as with any product, must take into account the cost of land, labor, and anything else needed to produce the milk. All other things being equal, in an open market people will buy from whoever can produce milk for the least cost. To “live by selling milk,” therefore, I must by all means bring my price down to a competitive level; otherwise, I’ll lose my market share to more “efficient” farmers.

How does this affect the protection of cows? To protect cows I need extra land, labor, and feed for animals not producing milk, including bulls, oxen, and older cows. Obviously, this pushes up my production costs and the price I must charge for milk. In 1988 at Gétä Nägaré, the Hare Kåñëa farm in Pennsylvania, we calculated that to produce one gallon of milk from a mature protected herd costs $10.00 a gallon. We would not have been able to “make a living” from selling milk.

A farmer selling milk must do whatever it takes to bring his commodity into a competitive price range. If one farmer slaughters his animals to save on feed costs, then all others must do the same or be priced out of the market. Because of this sinful activity, the farmer must “sink in hell,” as Bhéñmadeva describes. That is the karmic reaction for cow slaughter.

Çréla Prabhupäda encouraged devotees to produce for self-sufficiency, not for the commercial market. Then if there is surplus it can be sold in the market. (Ed: this statement definitely needs qualifying so far as His Divine Grace’s later instructions) So there’s a difference between market-oriented production and a subsistence production that markets the surplus. To produce milk for my needs and sell what’s left over, I don’t need a competitive price to survive. If no one buys my product, I can still survive. I’m not forced to adopt cruel means to keep my prices low. My living comes from the land.

In a letter to Yaçomaténandana Däsa (November 28, 1976), Çréla Prabhupäda summarized this perspective:

“This is a no-profit scheme. For agriculture we want to produce our own food, and we want to keep cows for our own milk. The whole idea is that we are ISKCON, a community to be independent from outside help. This farm project is especially for the devotees to grow their own food. Cotton also, to make their own clothes. And keeping cows for milk and fatty products.

Our mission is to protect our devotees from unnecessary heavy work to save time for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness. This is our mission. So there is no question of profit, but if easily there are surplus products, then we can think of trading. Otherwise, we have no such intention.”
At present, many of our farms protect cows with the help of charitable donations, allowing devotees a taste of cow protection until we can institute a full-fledged Vedic social system. The farms also enable devotees to avoid the sinful activities inevitably involved with marketing milk.

Morning Walk June 12, 1974, Paris

Puñöa-kåñëa: Is that like Prahläda Mahäräja's prayer when he saw Lord Nåsiàhadeva and he said, "I am not afraid of Your ferocious form, but I am afraid of this material world of saàsära."

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. He has given nice reference. A devotee, although sees God in His lion feature, and very ferocious, he knows He is God. "He's my Lord." But this so-called advancement of material civilization is the greatest enemy. That is not... Material civilization is very, very backward position. Mäyä-mohita. He'll be captivated by the
so-called stones and bricks, and he'll forget God. That is the disease of the western world. They are very much fond of these stones and bricks, and therefore they have no knowledge about God. This electricity, the electrons, the radio, this, everything machine and stones. They have got, forgotten God. Jaòa-vidyä jato mäyära vaibhava. The more you materially advance, you forget God. So human life is meant for reviving our relationship with God, but if you forget God, then what kind of civilization it is? You are forgetting your real business.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Some people use the argument, Çréla Prabhupäda, that by this advancement of technology, it will free us to think of philosophical.

Prabhupäda: They will free us. They will free us. Oh, that will never come. That will never come. Therefore they are called bahir-artha-mäninaù. They are captivated by the external feature, and one who is leading them, he's also blind, and one who is following, he's also blind. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm uru-dämni baddhäù [SB 7.5.31]. They do not know that material laws are so strong that they are not free to do anything.

Puñöa-kåñëa: They are thinking that the technology will free them.

Prabhupäda: Eh? No. No.

Puñöa-kåñëa: The technology cannot...?

Prabhupäda: It will bind them.

Bhagavän: It simply creates newer problems.

Prabhupäda: That's all.

Paramahaàsa: Some people glorify suffering in the material world because they say this increases their sense of appreciating the momentary happiness they have.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is good. (laughter) That is good, yes. "Blessings of adversity." That is blessing.

Yogeçvara: Blessings of...?

Prabhupäda: Adversity. Yes. Therefore, according to Vedic system, big, big king, they give up their kingdom and becomes a sannyäsé, mendicant, voluntary acceptance of adversity. This is good. To live very comfortably and forget God is not good business.

Devotee: How can a devotee be free from being attracted to this worldliness?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee: How can a devotee be free...?

Prabhupäda: When he's attracted by Kåñëa, he'll forget. Just like we are more or less not attracted by these material features because we have little attraction for Kåñëa. That's all. So increase your attraction for Kåñëa; you'll forget all nonsense. Bhaktiù pareçänubhavo viraktir anyatra syät [SB 11.2.42]. The bhakti means more realization of God and forgetting this, all this nonsense. That is bhakti. That is the test of bhakti: how much you have become disinterested with this material advancement. That is bhakti, advancement of bhakti. And the... Caitanya Mahäprabhu therefore says, niñkiïcanasya. At last, when you'll feel that "Now I am dispossessed of all this material nonsense," then you make progress. And so long you'll feel "I have got this, I have got that, I am in possession of this, I...," that means your material disease is continuing. When you'll feel that "I do not have anything material," that is the beginning of Bhägavata-dharma.

Devotee: Prabhupäda, what is the devotee's greatest enemy? A devotee's greatest enemy?

Prabhupäda: He, he himself. Because he's a rascal, he's his greatest enemy. So just get out of this rascaldom, and you become your friend. Nobody is enemy. You are yourself your enemy. Nobody is enemy.
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Yogeçvara: If the devotee is fearless, how is it Prahläda was expressing his fearfulness of the material nature?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Even you are fearless, you should not be fool. Because, if you know that "There is danger, I must be very careful," that is intelligence. That is not fearfulness. Besides that, a devotee like Prahläda, he's fearless, but he's fearful for others. That is stated. Just like the mother. She knows that she'll not catch fire, she'll not fall down in the water, but she is always anxious to see her child that the child may not fall into the water, may not catch fire. She's working in her own way, but always fearful of the child. Similarly, a Vaiñëava, he's not fearless for himself, but because he's sympathetic, because he knows that all these rascals, they are wrongly wasting their time, therefore he's anxious, fearful. Para-duùkha-duùkhé. They are unhappy by seeing others unhappy. For themselves, there is no unhappiness. That is their grace. And Vaiñëava is fearless, even if he's sent to hell, he's not unhappy. Because wherever he goes, he'll chant Hare Kåñëa. So actually he has no fear, fearfulness. He is only unhappy... Just like we are talking. Others may think that we are criticizing, but we are actually talking. Suppose this, one who has manufactured this big park and he has, next life, he has become contaminated, the dog's life, then what is the use? How you can guarantee that you are not going to be a dog? It is under the management of material nature, maram (?), very powerful. Just like even a big man like Napoleon, he's also under the control of material nature. As soon as the time is... "Get out." "No, I want to finish this arch." "No, sir, you get out." Then where is your powerfulness? That they do not know. 

For the temporary power, they become puffed up  and go to hell. That's all. 

But they have no conception of hell. These are primitive ideas.

Yogeçvara: It's sometimes very hard to feel a compassion for others when we ourselves are still feeling so much contaminated.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: We, in the neophyte stage, we're feeling ourselves so much attacked by mäyä that sometimes it's very difficult...

Prabhupäda: Therefore those who do not take risk, they do not remain within this material world. They go to the Himalaya, go to the forest. They are afraid of being contaminated. But more liberal devotees, they take the risk and "Never mind, I shall go to hell. Let me do something for Kåñëa. Let others may understand something of Kåñëa." That is their, mean magnanimity, taking the risk of going to hell, still, giving the information, "Just try to understand Kåñëa." So such persons are exalted. Because they are taking their own risk to serve Kåñëa. 

That at least one man may understand Kåñëa. 

And others, they are flying, flying away, fleeing away, "No, no. We are not going to take risk."

Puñöa-kåñëa: Kåñëa says that there's no one more dear to Me than...

Prabhupäda: Goñöhyänandé and bhajanänandé. Bhajanänandé means they are interested for their own welfare, and goñöhyänandé, he wants to see that more devotees are there. That is the difference.

Paramahaàsa: Actually, Prahläda Mahäräja said that he's not feeling any anxiety for himself...

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, yes.

Paramahaàsa: He's feeling anxiety that they're not taking to Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: They're... And, on account of his being so, taking the risk, he is immediately very dear to Kåñëa. That is declared in the Bhagavad-gétä, na ca tasmän manuñyeñu kaçcin me priya-kåttamaù [Bg. 18.69]. "Anyone who is trying to broadcast My message, My glory, he immediately, there is no more dearer than him anyone." So one should take this risk.
Paramahaàsa: Çréla Prabhupäda, yesterday you said that Kåñëa appreciates the devotee when he accepts voluntary adversity.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Paramahaàsa: Yesterday, you said that Kåñëa appreciates when a devotee accepts voluntary adversity.

Puñöa-kåñëa: Like the kings who gave up everything to live an ascetic life.

Paramahaàsa: But how do we know what, how do we know when we should accept this adversity? Sometimes people artificially...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Adversity, not always to accept. 

But you have to follow the regulative principle enjoined in the çästras. 

That is, in one sense... 

Suppose you are  accustomed to certain  type of,  standard of living, 

but for Kåñëa's sake, you have to give it up. 

That kind of adversity. That is not actually adversity, but he thinks that "I have taken this voluntary..." [ ]

Paramahaàsa: ...and we give them the argument, could you eat 

if we brought you the cow and let you kill her yourself, and they say, "No, I could not do that." (Prabhupäda chuckles) But yet, when the cow's meat is killed and 

wrapped up in a nice wrapper, 

they eat, and they don't have any bad feeling about it.
Prabhupäda: This is called mäyä. 

He cannot face the actual situation, but, covered by some mäyä, he accepts. 

This is another example of mäyä. 

Directly killing the animal he cannot tolerate, 

but when it is covered by mäyä, the same danger, he accepts. [ ]

Puñöa-kåñëa: In order to chant the holy name purely, Çréla Prabhupäda, is it necessary to feel separation?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Puñöa-kåñëa: In order to chant the holy name purely, is it necessary to have feelings of separation?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Provided he has got the taste for chanting. Otherwise he'll sleep. That's all. (pause) These are all buildings for museum?
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Prabhupäda: No, if you have no goal... There is example: "Man without any aim is ship without any rudder." What is called? So suppose if the ship goes... (others are talking at the same time) Aeroplane is going with a aim to land in some country, but if he goes on simply without any aim, then there will be disaster.
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Bhagavän: They say if Kåñëa knows already what you're going to do in the future, then what is the question of your independence?

Prabhupäda: Therefore Kåñëa says, "Don't do it. Do it." Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekam... He was going to do sinful activities. Kåñëa advises him, "Don't do it." Kåñëa changes. Therefore He comes. Because Kåñëa knows that in the future, you'll, you'll do all sinful activities, therefore Kåñëa comes to check you, "Don't do it."

Puñöa-kåñëa: All that karma is erased as soon as he surrenders to Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa says, "Don't do it. Do this." Because He knows your future, therefore He comes to request you, "You rascal, don't do this. Do this." That is His knowing feature. "If you don't this, then I know you'll do simply sinful activities. So therefore I come to save you. Don't do this. Do this." What is the wrong there? Kåñëa says, yadä yadä hi dharmasya glänir bhavati, tadätmänaà såjämy aham: "When they misuse their independence, then I come to check them." Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa... (break)

Puñöa-kåñëa: ...as tiny jévätmäs...
Prabhupäda: That is independence. That is independence. If you don't surrender... That you can do also. But if you surrender, you are saved. And if you do not surrender, if you want to go to hell, Kåñëa does not check you, "All right, go to hell." Kåñëa comes to save you. Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi: "I shall save you from all sinful reaction of life. 

You have done so many lives simple sinful activities. 

Now you stop it. You surrender to Me, and I give you assurance that I'll save you." 

This is Kåñëa's mission. 

And if you think that you don't want to be saved, 

all right, you can go to hell, again. 

You become again the worms of stool. That’s your choice.

Puñöa-kåñëa:. So it's a very responsible position, to become a devotee of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes, Therefore those who do not do that, they have been described, müòhäù. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù. One who does not take Kåñëa's instruction, they're all rascals. That is our test. A man may be very nicely dressed, running fast in the motor car. Ask him, "Do you know Kåñëa?" "No, sir." "You are a rascal." That's all. Finish all business. We don't give any respect. We can give respect as a formality, but we can understand immediately, "Here is a rascal." That's all. Is that correct? Yes. To find out a rascal is very difficult job? Simply see that he's not Kåñëa conscious. He's a rascal. That's all. That they may say, "You are very sectarian." Just like a criminal, he's punished, and he may say to high court judge, "You are very sectarian. You are punishing me, and the other man, you awarded one million dollars. What is this?" Because he gave before a judgement that "This man must get this one million dollars," and next moment, he punishes one man, "Go to jail for six years." So the criminal may say, "Oh, you are so partial. You are giving, sending me to cell, and the other man, you are giving one million dollar. How is this?" But he does not know that he judging according to his work.

Devotee: If a person's senses are restrained by following regulative principles, but if his mind dwells in sense objects, is he becoming purified, or is he just a pretender.

Prabhupäda: Strained?

Devotee: Restrained, controlled.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee: If the senses are controlled, but his mind is contemplating sense objects, is he a pretender or is he becoming purified?

Prabhupäda: No, no. By controlling the senses, gradually the mind will be controlled. You know. In the..., the tiger and the lion trained up to play in the circus, do you know how it is done?

Dhanaïjaya: They starve the animals.

Prabhupäda: No.

Puñöa-kåñëa: They feed them every time, whenever they do something.

Prabhupäda: No, after catching them from the forest, they kept within the bars, and no eating for at least one week. Then the trainer comes. Only whips. He comes, and open the doors and only: (makes sound) Flosh, flosh, flosh. So already he's hungry, weak, and he's whipped. In this way, he becomes fearful. As soon as the man comes, he becomes fearful. Then he gives him little food. In this way, after all it is animal, he thinks that "This man is my God. He can save me. He can kill me." Then he takes to him. Whatever he says, he takes. Similarly, if you do not give the ingredients for sense enjoyment, the mind will be controlled. That is the beginning. You simply... Don't give... The mind wants, "Now let me go to the restaurant." "No, sir." Beat him with shoes. Instead of going to the restaurant, he beats the mind with shoes. Then mind will not again say, "Go to the restaurant." That is called swami, gosvämé. One who can control his mind, that is gosvämé. We giving the title "Gosvämé" But if you cannot control your mind, then you are unfit. Go means senses, and svämé means master. One who can control the senses and master, he is gosvämé. (pause) ...definition of gosvämé there: väco vegaà krodha-vegaà manasa-vegam udara-vegam upastha-vegam, etän vegän yo viñaheta dhéraù påthivéà sa çiñyät. You have to control the impulse of speaking, väco vegam, the impulse of becoming angry, väco vegam, krodha-vegam. Then manasa-vegam, force of the mind. Then udara-vegam, the belly. Belly, already, although it is filled up, and as soon as there is some nice... Please fill up again, again. This you have to control, udara-vegam. Udaropastha-vegam, genital. In this way, one who has controlled all these forces, he is able to make disciple all over the world. Otherwise, not this rascal guru. As soon as he saw one very beautiful secretary, "Oh, let me enjoy." And he's guru. So these are cheating. And people want to be cheated. Therefore the cheaters are there. (break) ...fourteen years old. A fourteen years old cannot be induced to marry a twenty-six years girl. That is unnatural. And by medical examination, it is found that he's at least thirty-two years. It is declared in the medical, and still, the rascals following him. That he's cheating by talking false things. 

So in one sense, the Western boys and young generation, 

they are actually hankering after some spiritual life. 

So any Indian, so-called sädhu and guru comes, they go there. 

But they are cheated  unfortunately.

So you make YOUR Society so strong  that  you  be  not  cheated, 

and others may not cheat.            
Then it will be first-class.
And  if you make another S O C I E T Y  of cheaters 

 HYPERLINK  \l "thisiisCHEATING" 
and cheated, there is no profit.

Therefore you have to follow the rules and regulations
very strictly and become serious.
Then you'll be ideal.
People are in need of some spiritual energy. 

Therefore, as soon as some swamis or guru comes, 

they flock together to get some food. 

But these rascals are cheating.

So you  don’t do that.
Paramahaàsa: It's also said that if you follow perfectly the rules and regulations, but don't develop love for Kåñëa, then you have wasted your time.

Prabhupäda: Yes, but if you follow the rules and regulations, automatically, you'll love Kåñëa. Sädhakänäm ayaà premëaù prädurbhäve bhavet kramaù. 

These are the  stepping-stones.

The devotional service develops by association.

So if the associates are pure devotees, anyone who will come to that association will become devotee.

(break) ...just like a young man and young woman. The devotion is there, love is there, but in the beginning, they should mix, or some presentation should be given, some, something eatable should be accepted, should be given. In this way, when the association is thick and thin, the love is there. The love is already there. It has to awakened by a certain process. Dadäti pratigåhëäti bhuìkte bhojayate guhyam äkhyäti påcchati ca ñaò-vidhaà préti-lakñaëam. These are six types of loving principles, that you give,

if you want to love somebody, 

you give something. And whatever he or she offers, you take from him. Dadäti pratigåhëäti.
You give him something to eat, and whatever he or she gives,

YOU eat.

Bhuìkte bhojayate ca.
And guhyam äkhyäti påcchati. 

And you try to understand his heart, and your heart be disclosed to him or her.

If you follow these principles, automatically the loving propensity will awaken. It is already there. It is not artificial. It has simply to be awakened by a certain process.

So that process we are prescribing,

to rise early in the morning, have maìgala-ärätrika,
worship Deity,

offer food stuff, eat prasädam,
chant Hare Kåñëa. 
Anyone who will follow this principle, he will become purified. 
There is no need of education, because the devotion is already there. 

By following these rules and regulations, it will be awakened. 

As, as, as in this straw, there is fire. Now, you ignite it, and just fan it, and the fire will come. It is already there, fire. But you know, you must know the process how to ignite fire. Huge fire will come. You can burn the whole garden from this straw. Is it not? So you must know the process, how to ignite fire. Fire is already there, in these trees, in these straws, in this grass. Fire is already there. That, that is the process. First of all, you must know that fire is already there. Now ignite. Then it comes more. Then burning, blazing. 

So the blazing fire is required. 

But that will come gradually. If you follow the process. That is described by Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu in the Çikñäñöakam, ceto-darpaëa-märjanam. 

The first step will be cleansing of the heart. 

And in the heart there is God, already. Éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäà håd-deçe 'rjuna tiñöhati. The Lord is situated in everyone's heart. So actually yoga system is to find out the Lord within the heart. That is meditation. Lord is there already: simply we have to find it out. That, that if, if you are informed that within this park there is one hundred weight of gold is lying there. Now you have to find out. But the indication is there. Éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäà håd-deçe 'rjuna tiñöhati. The Lord, the Supreme Lord, is situated in everyone's heart. Now find him out. That is yoga system. So these people, without finding out the Lord by practicing... (end)

"Even though a person is a very learned scholar of the Sanskrit Vedic literatures, he is not accepted as My devotee unless he is pure in devotional service. Satsvarüpa: Eleventh Canto?

Prabhupäda: In Twelfth Canto. (break) ...it is stated.

Yogeçvara: That's Paris.

Prabhupäda: Anywhere. In Calcutta it was dangerous to go out because the next... You do not know whether you'll come back. People are so afraid. He's going to work in the office. It will be God's grace if he returns back. It is such a city. Actually so happened. We were sitting, I was at that time in a... I was guest in our life member's. Sitting in morning, afternoon, o'clock (?). "Oh, that gentleman is killed." He was very important businessman. He went to the temple, a Marwari, and on his coming back, he was killed from the backside. Life is still so, but it is little diminished. (break) ...about so-called saintly persons, they are: tapasvino gräma-väsäù. "The so-called yogis, they'll live in the town." Actually, the yogis have no business in the town. They should go to a secluded place. But they will live in... Just like the other... He's living in Paris City, and he's a yogi.

Yogeçvara: This is all from the Twelfth Canto?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Foretold, five thousand years ago. Here said, tapasvino gräma-väsä nyäsino 'tyartha-lolupäù: "

And the sannyäsés, they'll be too much greedy about money."

Yogeçvara: Just see.
Prabhupäda: Yes. 

hrasva-käyä mahähärä bhüry-apatyä gata-hriyaù
çaçvat kaöuka-bhäñiëyaç caurya-mäyoru-sähasäù
Patià tyakñyanti nirdravyaà bhåtyä apy akhilottamam. "The natural tendency will be to give up, divorce, husband, especially when he has no sufficient money." The wife will divorce. Or the husband has no sex power. The wife... The divorce case takes place in two: when the sex indulgence is not very good, and when the husband has no money. Here it is:

Satsvarüpa: Salvation Army.

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. The Lions...

Yogeçvara: Lion's Club?

Prabhupäda: Lion's Range, or something. They give shelter at night. They pay one dollar and lie down. And morning, they go away. There I have seen many signboards in Bowery Street.

Yogeçvara: They call them "Flophouses".

Prabhupäda: Anyway. So väsaù anna. Food. Väsaù anna. Väsa means residence. Anna means food. Päna means drinking, milk or water or whatever. You require something drinking. And çayana, sleeping or lying down on bed. Väsa, anna, päna, çayana, and vyaväya, sex. Sex also required. Vyaväya, snäna. I have seen in New York. They have no... In a humbug, they have no place for taking bath. They have to go elsewhere. Sometimes some friends come to take bath. The, our students, they were coming to take bath in my bathroom. So snäna. So these things, nil. "When these things will be nil," väsa, anna, päna, çayana, vyaväya, snäna, bhüñaëaiù, "and dress," hénäù, "being devoid of all these things," piçäca-sandarçä bhaviñyanti, "they will be just like, what is called, urchins."

Yogeçvara: Piçäcé.
Prabhupäda: These hippies, they are exactly this. They have no place to sleep, no nothing of the sort and looking like big, big hair. Piçäcé. Piçäca. What is the English?

Nitäi: Ghost?

Prabhupäda: Ghost, yes. Ghost, yes. Ghost-like. Hénäù piçäca-sandarçä bhaviñyanti kalau prajäù: "In the Kali-yuga, the prajäù, people in general, devoid of residence and proper food, then proper drinking, resting place or sex or bathing and dress, they'll look like ghost." Then? 

kalau käkiëike 'py arthe vigåhya ca tyakta-sauhådäù
tyakñyanti ca priyän präëän haniñyanti svakän api
"In the Kali-yuga, for a cent, for the matter of taking a cent only he'll give up his friendship with others. And even his own man, family man, relative, he'll kill him to take that two cent or five cents." Na rakñiñyanti manujäù sthavirau pitaräv api.
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Devotee: Of all the four pillars of sinful activity, is meat-eating the worst?
Prabhupäda: Everything is worst. Sinful is sinful. Disease is disease. This body, either it is living or it is dead, it is not very important thing. Now see. And the whole world is after this body. Kåñëa says, "The body, either dead or alive, it is not a subject matter for serious consideration." Now see. And what the world is going on? Simply for bodily... Body means senses. It is very difficult to the, for the western people to understand that body is not important thing; the soul is important thing. First of all, they do not know what is soul and then consideration of importance. This is their position. And if one cannot understand what is soul, what he will understand about God? Soul is a minute particle of God. If one cannot understand about this minute particle, then what he'll understand of the Supreme? In the laboratory, if you can test a little sample, just like take a little sea water, analyze, you chemically test, then you can understand what is the composition of the sea water. But if you have no knowledge even a small drop of sea water, how you'll understand the sea, what... That is their position. They do not understand even the sample of spirit soul, as we are. Simply they are trying to cover it. "There is no soul. There is no soul. Life is generated from matter." Although they cannot prove it. A fool's paradise. The fools, rascals, they are explaining the living force in some way, and other fools are accepting. 

This is the position of western countries, Europe and America. 

It is a fool's paradise. 

It is paradise, certainly. 

Very, very, big, big building and advancement, but all rascals and fools. 

Fool's paradise. 

(pause) And if you call a fool a fool, he'll be angry. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopayati na çamyati (?). (pause) (break) ...so many, so much production, but if nature's law can stop this production, then the question of over-population. If the nature likes, it can produce three times, four times this production. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi. After all, nature is producing. We do not know how to deal with nature. Therefore there is scarcity, and we say, "over-population." There is no question of over-population. There are so many hundreds and thousands of birds within this forest, other animals. They have no problems of over-population. Eh? (pause) All these men, who are living in these villages, so what is their means of livelihood? Agriculture or industry? Or service?

Haàsadüta: I think mostly they work at some... Well, some service, yes.

Prabhupäda: Factory.

Haàsadüta: Employed at some factory. But very few people actually work on the land. And we can see so much land. No one is working. 'Cause by machine, they can work so quick on the land. (break)

Prabhupäda: This should be exemplary,

that our community shall live in this way

and save time  for spiritual advancement of life.

This example should be shown to the whole world, that

"Here is a community.

They have no problem, and they are simply interested in Kåñëa consciousness."

THIS will be the idea. Is it possible?

Haàsadüta: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

"They do not do any industry.

They do not kill cows. (Ed: by producing their own milk& grains with the bulls)

They do not go to cinema. (Ed: watch television, videos)

They do not have illicit sex. 
They don't drink.

No problems. Simply they're eating very nicely and chanting Hare Kåñëa."

Show this example.
At least, in this fool's paradise. They are thinking it is paradise. And the paradise is lost every ten years or fifteen years by the bombing. German bombs the France, and France bombs the... This is their paradise. So let them understand that "You are all fools. You are fool's paradise. This is life, what we are doing." Teach them so that the fools will understand what is life. They are manufacturing atom bomb. Russia is hiding himself.

Devotee: Now they've found out, Çréla Prabhupäda, that India has been, over the past few years, spending crores of rupees to develop the...

Prabhupäda: Hm. And people are starving for want of. There was a cartoon that some public came to some minister: "Sir, we are starving. Give us our food." So the reply was: "Of course, that's a problem, food problem. But I can assure you that from next week you'll have television." (laughter) These rascals are like that. "Next, from next week, you'll have television, atom bomb. Never mind. Starve." (laughter) So that is also becoming fool's paradise. Jaòa-vidyä jato mäyära vaibhava. In this way, the more we increase sense, sense gratification by advancement of material..., the more we forget Kåñëa. And more we forget Kåñëa, we are more fools. (aside:) Don't come so near.

Devotee: In England and America now, more and more there is a big movement for birth control and contraceptives...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee: ...as their means to conquer over the so-called over-population problem.

Prabhupäda: No, it is not over-population. They don't want to take care of children. This is their problem. It is not the question of over-population. They want to remain free and enjoy life, that's all. No responsibility. That is the hippies. That is the hippy movement.
Devotee: I have seen in all the big colleges and universities in England that I have been to, that this, amongst the students, the boys and girls, it is becoming so free. It is just like a hippy commune, the universities and colleges.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are indebted in so many ways. Therefore human being should be responsible. But the modern civilization is teaching to become irresponsible.
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Prabhupäda: ...five items. No illicit sex, no gambling, no intoxication, no meat-eating and chant sixteen rounds. Is it very difficult task?
Haàsadüta: No.

Prabhupäda: And why people do not take it?

Haàsadüta: They are just foolish.

Prabhupäda: If by following these five principles one can be saved from all problems of life... Still, people will not take it. Just see, strong mäyä. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä. (break) [ ]

Prabhupäda: There was a movement, Moral Rearmament Movement, started from America.

Haàsadüta: What was the name of it?

Prabhupäda: MRA, MRA, Moral Rearmament Movement. Do you know, anyone of you?

Haàsadüta: No. Do you, Satsvarüpa? No.

Prabhupäda: So it was going on for some years, then collapsed. The movement was started by some priest or gentleman, and it was supported by President Eisenhower. It was patronized by him. So their principle was that, Christian principle, that "You do whatever you... Simply confess. Simply confess." So that man came to India also with his party, just like I travel. (break)

...substance, no movement will stay. It may go on for some time, bhütvä bhütvä praléyate. Now, what about our movement? It will stay or it will also go like that?

Satsvarüpa: It will stay. We already have another generation coming up in Gurukula. The big danger, you say, is faction…
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Prabhupäda: First of all acquire this material qualification. Then talk of spiritual. (German) Just like I think in the university if one wants to learn about law he must be graduate first of all.

Dr. P. J. Saher: In India. Yes.

Prabhupäda: So you, first of all become graduate then talk of law books. 

Similarly, you first of all become a brähmaëa. 

Then you understand about Brahman, Absolute Truth. 

Without becoming brähmaëa how you can understand?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not only that. The other than, lower animals, birds, beast, and other, they have no problem. And we have created so many problems. They have no eating problem. Thousands and thousands of sparrows are here. They have no problem of eating. They are very nicely jumping, flying, eating.

Professor Durckheim: And eating each other without complex.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And they have problem. They are killing only. The human society, they should be advanced so much that even the birds, they have nothing to kill for their eating. They have got sufficient food. And we are advanced human being. We are killing for eating instead of God giving us so much food, enough food. And they are still puffed up with advanced civilization.

They have not even human feeling.

These poor cows, they are giving us milk, the most nutritious food, and we can prepare so many nice nutritious foodstuff.

So let them live.

And if I want to eat at all, let it die. Then we shall eat. Why kill it? So they have no common sense. And they are leading the sinful life; still, they are very much proud of their civilization. And they are suffering periodical wars, 

war number one, war number two, war number three. This number will increase. 

Not only... Without war, thousands of children are being killed within the womb. This is going on. 

If you kill, then you be killed. This is nature's reaction. 

You will be killed within the womb. You will never see the sunlight. Again you die, again enter another womb, and again be killed. This has increased in modern society. Even the father, mother does not want to see the child living: "Kill him." And a few days, few years after, we shall kill each other.

So they are not afraid of any sinful life.
You see? 

The nature will not tolerate. 

Kåñëa will not tolerate. 

God will not tolerate, because God claims, "I am the father of everyone." So suppose if a very intelligent son kills another son of the father, he is not intelligent, will the father be very happy? A father is father for the intelligent son and the fool son. But if the intelligent son thinks that "The fool son is useless. Let me kill him," 

the father will not be satisfied. 

So God is the supreme father, and He will never tolerate that "Because you are intelligent, you are allowed to kill another unintelligent living being." No. 

Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä: 

"Whatever foodstuff I have given to you, you eat then, live and be God conscious." The animals, they are not coming to eat your foodstuff, your fruits. They are, rather, 

producing milk not for drinking themselves.

They are giving you, and you have no obligation?

The milk produced by the cows, it is taken by the human being. They do not drink it. So they are giving milk. And after death, you are taking their skin. So every way they are serving. The stool, cowdung, we have stacked here. I have seen. There also fertilizer. In so many ways they are giving you service, and you are killing the poor animal. What is the human civilization? Therefore Lord Buddha wanted to stop animal killing first. When there was too much animal killing, the incarnation of Lord Buddha was there to stop animal killing. 

In Buddhism there is no animal killing. 

Although they are now killing animals, but originally Buddha religion means non-violence. 

Also Lord Christ also said, "Thou shalt not kill." 

And Kåñëa says, ahiàsä. 

So in no religion unnecessary killing of animals is allowed. 

Even in Mohammedans, they are also... 

Kurväni. Kurväni means they can kill animals once in a year in the Mosque. 
So everywhere animal killing is restricted.

Professor Durckheim: May I put one question to this? How do we know that the plant, the flowers and so on do not suffer when we take them away?

Prabhupäda: No, they have also sensation. They have sensation when you pluck it. That is proved by scientists, Dr. Jagadisha Candra Bose. The trees have got sensation.
Professor Durckheim: So that's what I mean. So if we kill plant or tree...

Prabhupäda: No, we don't kill. You take the fruits.

Professor Durckheim: We cut it.

Prabhupäda: Yes, cutting is not allowed unless it is absolutely necessary.

Professor Durckheim: For eating vegetables, for instance, you need it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, that is the law of nature, that every living being is eating another living being. That is stated in the Vedic çästra.
ahastäni sahastänäm apadäni catuñ-padäm
phalgüni tatra mahatäà jévo jévasya jévanam
That "Those who have no hands--that means animals--they are food for the animal who has got hands. And those who have no legs, they are food for the four-legged." Just like grass has no legs, but it is a food fo the cows and the goats. Apadäni catuñ-padäm, phalgüni tatra mahatäm: "Then one who is powerful, very powerful..." Just like tiger, he jumps over another animal. So because the other animal is weak and this animal is strong, so in this way, the feeding is going on, one living being for the other. But when you come to the... That is nature. The tiger will never eat grass. But we human being, we eat grass, goat, cows and everything. Because advanced, so-called advanced. But our foodstuff is to accept the remnants of foodstuff which is eaten by Kåñëa. That is our philosophy. Kåñëa-prasäda. Just like in this temple, we don't eat anything. Neither we eat grass, neither we eat animals. We eat kåñëa-prasäda. So Kåñëa says that "You give Me these foodstuffs."

[Ed: “you protect cows, you produce food grain with the bulls (Balarama), you organize Society according to the four responsible occupations and cooperate to subsist on THAT”...]

Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. So we are not eating on the material platform. We are eating on the spiritual platform. Because we are eating, if there is anything sinful, that is Kåñëa's. We are taking His remnants of foodstuff. So this is our philosophy. We don't advocate vegetarianism or nonvegetarianism. We advocate, "Eat Kåñëa's prasädam, the remnants of foodstuff which is offered to Kåñëa." This is our philosophy. And apart from this philosophy, because one living entity is food for another living entity, it does not mean that I shall eat my children also. There is discretion, that human being, they should offer these fruits, vegetables, 

MILK  as it is prescribed in the çästra  (through personally protecting cows)

to God, Kåñëa, and take. 

That is human civilization, 

not for the satisfaction of the tongue we have to maintain big, big slaughterhouse 

and eat them. 
(Ed: eat their milk products and grains produced artificially rather than engage and protect the bulls.)

No, that is not human civilization. The main business of the human society is to understand God, and 

as soon as he understands God, 

he understands that every living entity is part and parcel of Kåñëa. 

Then how we can eat? 

(Ed: “then how can we offer the result of COW slaughter?”)

That because Kåñëa eats, Kåñëa allows, then we eat. 

[Ed: Strictly speaking, actually Krsna does NOT ALLOW (except maybe on the proviso of BG 9.27 “Whatever”) or EAT, since He ALSO previously prescribed the proper sustem of activity for sacrifice and the duties of varnasrama for cooperative subsistence on the production of cow and bull protection, as Srila Prabhupada has progressively tried to explain to whomever was interested in saving themselves, while eventually trying to convince his disciples to give up the false and artificial idea of imitating the position of a brahmana or sannyasi  without qualification, learn and teach the duties of the other varnas, cooperate to grow food so that even HE would be able to ACCEPT such remnants  of what he so much wanted to offer to the Lord.]

So responsibility is Kåñëa's. (Ed: OUR’S, if we don’t follow His instructions in the Bhagavad Gita that Srila Prabhupada really wanted to introduce)

THIS is our philosophy. Yes. [ ]

Prof. Pater Porsch: May I please put a question before I forget. I heard from our, or I read in the invitation that this center is not only a center as such but something more. It should also be an äçrama and also a forest university in the tradition of the ancient times.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Pater Porsch: A kind of a university also.
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Yes.
Prof. Pater Porsch: Like Indian and allied sciences, Vedic sciences.

our centers should be self-supported.
We do not like that idea that for your support you have to go 100 miles to get your bread. That is a very dangerous drawback.

The main problem is what to eat, where to sleep.

So we get some place and

support ourself by producing our own food.

We have already begun in New Vrindaban, New..., West Virginia, Virginia, and similarly in other centers,

we are producing our food, grains, vegetables, 

fruits and MILK.

That is sufficient. (Ed: NOT to purchase from the slaughterhouse)
But  we don't kill any animals. 
(Ed: “MY IDEA” is that we have NOTHING to do with killing animals, what to speak of cows, even “indirectly” by PURCHASING MILK AND FOOD!!!”)

That we don't do. 

(Ed: “have ANYTHING to do with, in the system of VARNASRAMA”)

Prabhupäda: Most unnatural life. City life, most unnatural.

Morning Walk                              June 22, 1974, Germany

Prabhupäda: The animals, 

they are living in their own atmosphere, 

and these people, they come to kill them. 

Killing business has become very prominent at the present moment, and therefore they are being killed in the womb of the mother, abortion and killing child. That they do not know. 

Nature will not excuse you. 

You are killing; you'll be killed within your mothers' womb. You'll never see the light of the sun. You go on being killed, one after another, as many animals you have killed. They do not know. And time will come in this age when there will be no food and man will kill man and eat. That time is coming. Yes. They are now killing animal, but animal lives on this grass and grains. When there will be no grass, no grains, where they will get animal? They'll kill their own son and eat. That time is coming. 

Nature’s LAW is that   you  GROW YOUR OWN FOOD. 

But they are not interested in growing food. They are interested in manufacturing bolts and nuts.

Guest (1): Manufacturing?

Prabhupäda: Bolts and nuts.

Guest (1): Yes, yes, yes. I see.

Prabhupäda: Factory, big, big factory. So they will have to eat bolts and nuts. Where they will get food grains? They thought that "Let us eat the animal and manufacture bolts and nuts." Then when the animal will be finished, then what they will eat?

Satsvarüpa: The scientists are making artificial food; so they're not that worried.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, that is... That I say bolts and nuts. That artificial food means bolts and nuts. Somebody told me that they have manufactured artificial butter and by eating they were vomiting. They're vomiting. There is ample butter supply. Why these rascals are interested in manufacturing artificial butter to show their scientific brain? Just see how they are rascals. They can get, huh? Just like Kåñëa was stealing His mother's butter and throwing it to the monkeys. Butter can be produced in that way, that everyone can eat sumptuously. No. "Kill the animals and artificial butter you eat and vomit." That's all. Just see their intelligence. And they are proud of their advanced civilization. The same example, that a man barking as a dog, people will go to see it by purchasing ticket. (German translation).

Prabhupäda: And they do not see the natural dog is barking. Artificial, they pay ten dollars ticket and see how a man is barking like a dog. Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa. You, at least, introduce in your country: "Chant Christ's name and stop animal killing." This is from Bible. This is not that I am asking. Bible says, "Thou shall not kill, and glorify the name of God."

Guest (1): Ahiàsä.

Prabhupäda: Just in the beginning Christ says, "Thou shall not kill." 

That is the beginning of religious life. 

The animal killers cannot understand what is God. It is not possible. 

There is a statement in the Bhägavata, viëa paçughnat.

nivåtta tarñair upagéyamänäd

bhavauñadhäc chrotra-mano-'bhirämät

ka uttamaçloka guëänuvädät

pumän virajyeta vinä paçughnät

 [SB 10.1.4]

"Who can remain aloof from the chanting of the holy name of God unless he's an animal killer?" Yes. Animal killers cannot understand what is God, what is God's name. That's not possible. (pause)

 Kåñëa, what to speak of killing animal, 

He was embracing animal every morning, every... Yes. He was embracing.

Guest (1): And also the holy Francis of Assisi was in relation with all animals in the Christian tradition.

Prabhupäda: In Christian tradition there is everything nice, but nobody's following. 

That is the difficulty. [break] 

... portion of the road is not paved like this. Bhagavad-gétä, it is said, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Both the man and animals will live prosperously when there is sufficient foodgrain. [break] ...at anna-sambhavaù. 

If there is sufficient rainfall, the production of foodgrains will be very easy. 

And yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. 

And if you satisfy the Lord by performing yajïa, then there will be sufficient rain. 

AND   yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. 

And our activities should be only to perform yajïa, to satisfy the Lord.

Guest (1): But Sanskrit word for..., yajïa?

Haàsadüta: Yajïa, sacrifice.

Guest (1): Yeah, yajïa.

Prabhupäda: Yajïa means to satisfy the Lord. 

Just like glorifying the Lord, 

that is ALSO yajïa. Saìkértana-yajïa. 

Yajïa means to satisfy the Lord. 

Do it anyway and there will be no scarcity. 

Everything will be all right. 

Annäd bhavanti bhü... 

annäd bhavanti bhütäni

parjanyad anna-sambhavaù

yajïad bhavati parjanyo

yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù

 [Bg. 3.14]

Guest (1): So sacrifice are we self, or ourself. That means sacrifice to the Lord.

Prabhupäda: Sacrifice, there are DIFFERENT description of sacrifice. 
Just like ONE of the sacrifice 

is this chanting of the holy name of God. Yes. 

There are OTHER sacrifices, 

offering in the fire, butter, grains. 

That is ALSO sacrifice. 

But in this age, these things are almost not available. Therefore chant the holy name. This sacrifice is recommended. It does not cost anything. Simply God has given you the tongue, and you chant. Any poor man can do it. (pause) [break] ...excursion? No? (Chants japa softly) Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa Hare Hare, Hare Räma Hare Räma Räma Räma Hare Hare.

Haàsadüta: Cultured excursion.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Weekly and planned.

Guest (2) (French man): There is regularly püjä in your community?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Here also, there is temple. There is regular püjä, six times.

Guest (2): Offering light...

Prabhupäda: Light, food, everything. Dress, bathing, so many things. If you receive me, you must give me something eatable. 

Simply light, how can I be satisfied? 

(laughter) If you give me simply light and no food then how  can I be satisfied? 

Kåñëa says, "Give Me this food." Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati, tad ahaà añnämi [Bg. 9.26]. 

"I will eat." 
[Ed: “what you have produced with love and devotion through your occupational duty according the four varnas (yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù) that I have prescribed previously i.e. Third chapter and explained through My pure representative His Divine Grace A.C. Bhaktivedanta Swami Prabhupada”)

Room Conversation                      June 22, 1974, Germany    

Emmanuel Peter: Allow you a question? You know that we Christians are also preaching the love of God, and we seek to fulfill the love of God and to serve God with all our heart and soul. And what different from your movement who will the same? And why do you send your disciples in these Christian countries to preach the love of God when the gospel of Jesus Christ is also preaching the love of God, God love?

Prabhupäda: But if you don't mind, 

I can say that the Christians are not obeying the orders of God. 

Do you agree or not?

Emmanuel Peter: I agree.

Prabhupäda: Then where is love? If you disobey the orders of God, 

then where is your love? 

Therefore we have come here to teach them to love God. 

If  you  love  me  you cannot disobey me. 

And if you disobey me, that love is not real.

Emmanuel Peter: Will that means that Christianity has to change their customs or the Christianity, Roman Catholic or Protestant, must return to the source?

Prabhupäda: (aside) You can sit on the chair if you like.

Guest: No, I like to sit, thank you.

Prabhupäda: Not only Christianity, everywhere, the people now do not love God, but they love dog. Yes. Therefore this movement is required, awakening of God consciousness. 

Not the Christians, they are only to be accused, but Hindus, Muslim, EVERYONE. 

They are simply stamp, but no obedience to God. This is the position.

Emmanuel Peter: Can you say exactly the point where Christians are not obedient. Do you see any points here by your visit to the Christian countries and you like to say for us? 

It is a help for us to say exactly the point.
Prabhupäda: Yes. The first point is that your commandment is 

"Thou shalt not kill," 

and you are maintaining regularly slaughterhouse.

(Ed: WE, through purchasing milk products etc)

The first commandment is disobeyed. Do you agree or not?
Emmanuel Peter: Um...

Prabhupäda: OR in my front the animals are being kept for being killed.

(Ed: for our milk)

Emmanuel Peter: I personally agree.

Prabhupäda: That's it.

Emmanuel Peter: I personally agree.

Prabhupäda: Therefore, actually, if Christians are 

lover, they must stop immediately this animal killing.

Emmanuel Peter: And you think it's a principle point, the top point.
Prabhupäda: But  if you miss one point, 

if you commit mistake in calculation in one point, 

the more you make calculation, add and subtract, 

it is ALL mistake. 

(German) Just like in the bank they daily make a trial balance, and if there is one mistake anywhere, the trial balance does not come.

Emmanuel Peter: I understand.

Prabhupäda: This is called ardha-kukkuöé-nyäya. If you... I will explain. Ardha-kukkuöé-nyäya means there is a logic of accepting half of the chicken. The chicken or what is called, that?

Haàsadüta: Oh, the rooster, hens.

Prabhupäda: Hens, rooster, rooster. No, the female is called hen?

Haàsadüta: Hen.

Prabhupäda: Hen. The hen is giving egg and, by the backside, by the rectum, and eating by the mouth. So one man is considering that 

"This mouthpiece is expensive (Ed: hard work or too much trouble to maintain) because I have to give to eat. Better cut it." 

So if the mouth is cut, 

(Ed: i.e., if Srila Prabhupada’s instructions as Founder Acarya (head brahmana/Vaisnava) to institute varnasrama and subsist on the production of cow and bull protection is cut)

then there will be no egg because it's a dead body. 

So this is not good logic, (laughing) that the 

expensive portion may be cut 

(Ed: maintaining and protecting cows and bulls) 

and the profitable portion may be kept. 

(Ed: living on the cheap milk and grains from the slaughterhouse shop)

This kind of interpretation will not be helpful. 

If you accept the whole, 

this side and that side, then business (Ed: the movement) will go on. (German)

Emmanuel Peter: In the Christian tradition... (German)

Prabhupäda: The first commandment is "Thou shall not kill." 

But they are killing. 

The first point is disobedient. 

Then where is love of God?

Emmanuel Peter: (German) It is in the relation of man. "Don't kill," it says, the Christianity understands...

Prabhupäda: Why they understand like that? That means that Lord Christ was not sufficiently educated to use the right word, "murder"? Does it mean so? There are two words, killing and murder. Murder is especially meant for the human being. So do you think that Christ was not learned enough to use the word murder instead of "killing"? "Killing" means any kind of killing, especially animal killing. Otherwise you should have frankly openly used the word, "Thou shall not murder." Even if it is meant like that, so does it mean that he was preaching amongst the murderers? They are very first-class men? They are all murderers? Therefore the injunction. This kind of interpretation does not appeal to us. (German)

German devotee: He said, Çréla Prabhupäda, that this commandment, "Thou shall not kill," is found in the Old Testament, and when Jesus was talking...

Prabhupäda: I do not know many testament, but I see in the Ten Commandments these words are there. If you want to support it by many testaments, that is, of course, your business, but we take the direct meaning, "Thou shall not kill"--the Christians should not kill. Interpretation you can give in your own way to support your business, but we see openly. If we can understand openly, there is no need of interpretation. (German)

Emmanuel Peter: No, I understand.

Prabhupäda: Why should we interpret? Interpretation is required when the things are not clear. Here it is clear, "Thou shall not kill," plainly advised. Why should we interpret? (German) 

(Ed: plainly advised “protect cows” “organize four varnas to subsist cooperatively”)
German devotee: (translating for Emmanuel Peter:) To eat plants, is it not killing? To eat vegetables, is it not killing?

Prabhupäda: Then vegetable killing and animal killing is the same? (Ed: killing cows)

Emmanuel Peter: It's not the same. Not the same. But human killing and animal killing is also the same.

Prabhupäda: So we are not killing. Our Vaiñëava philosophy, we do not kill even vegetable because our Kåñëa says... Find out this verse. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. (German)

German devotee: Should I read this in Sanskrit, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati, tad aham açnämi bhakty-upahåtam.

German devotee: (reads translation in German)

Prabhupäda: So we offer Kåñëa. Kåñëa wants: "Give me THIS foodstuff," so we offer the foodstuff to Kåñëa, and we take it. Therefore, if for killing this patraà puñpam there is sin, that is Kåñëa's sin, not my sin. (German) But Kåñëa, God, apäpa-viddham, sinful reaction cannot take place to Him. Apäpa-viddham. Päpa means sinful. Just like the sun is powerful. It can absorb urine, but you cannot drink urine. (German) So the injunction is tejéyasäà na doñäya (?). One who is very powerful... Just like a king. He orders, "Kill this man. Murder." He commits murder regularly, chopped up. But he is not under the law, being hanged, because he is very powerful. But an ordinary man, if he commits murder, he will be hanged. When there is fight the commander in chief says, "You kill them," and the soldier kills and he gets gold medal. But the same soldier, when he kills a single person at home, he is hanged. Therefore this injunction, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam, "This vegetables give Me. I shall eat, and you take the prasädam." So we are not sinful. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. Any intelligent man will understand

(Ed everything as advised in Bhagavad Gita)

what is religion, what is God, in five minutes. 

It doesn't require even five hours. In five minutes.

Emmanuel Peter: Yes, I understand.

Prabhupäda: But we do not want to understand. (Ed: in the entire context above)

That is the difficulty.

Morning Walk    June 29, 1974, Melbourne (Ed: please read above 2 convs. as well)

(break) ...the chief engineer of building the chariots, and all of these people are his assistants.

Prabhupäda: Jagannätha will be very much pleased upon you. Yes. Svalpam apy asya dharmasya träyate mahato bhayät. Little service to God is taken as great service. Kåñëa is so kind. So we should try always to give the best service, best energy, and you become liberated. Actually we cannot give any service to Kåñëa. He is unlimited. What is the value of our service? But He takes it seriously: "Oh, he is trying to give me some service." Otherwise what service He needs from us? Suppose He has created these big universes, what service we can give? By His will, He can create millions of universes. What service we can give? We... No. These are the chances of service, this Ratha-yäträ. God is so great, so big, how we can pack up in the ratha. But this is a chance, that you get Him sit on the ratha and prepare it, manufacture it. Because your energy is engaged for His service, that is accepted. So this example... Just like a small child eating lozenges, and out of that, if he offers father, "Father, take it," and father takes it very serious..., "Ah, very nice." And what is that lozenges to the father? It is nothing. But because the child offers to the father in love, father takes it very seriously: "Oh, you are so nice. Yes, yes, give me." That is stated in Bhagavad-gétä. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati: "A leaf, a fruit, a little water." What is the value of these? But yo me bhaktyä prayacchati: "Because he is giving Me in faith and devotion, I accept it." And what is this one piece of leaf and a fruit for God? It is nothing. He is being served by many thousands of goddess of fortune. Lakñmé-sahasra-çata-sambrahma-sevyamänam. Then what is the value of this leaf and flower and fruit? But still, He says, tad aham açnämi: "Yes, I eat them." 

And   ONCE  God  eats from your hand, then your life is successful.

Madhudviña: Sometimes a question is arisen that devotees are working hard to serve Kåñëa, but sometimes they don't feel that they are working in love and devotion. They are doing the work, but sometimes...

Prabhupäda: Yes, in the beginning there is no love. 

Let him work on the direction of God's representative. (break) 

Therefore it has been warned, arcye viñëau çilä-dhér guruñu nara-matir vaiñëave jäti-buddhiù. The Deity of Viñëu, if one thinks, "This is made of stone; this is made of wood; this is made of metal," and spiritual master as ordinary human being, these are hellish considerations. Arcye viñëau çilä-dhér guruñu nara-matiù. Guruñu means the spiritual master. Nara-matiù, a ordinary human being. And vaiñëave jäti-buddhiù. And Vaiñëava, a devotee--"Oh, he is brähmaëa Vaiñëava. He is European Vaiñëava. He is this Vaiñëava, that..." No. These are forbidden. Vaiñëava is Vaiñëava. Spiritual master... They are all transcendental. In... of course, in this country you are introducing new, but in India... Just like we had been at Tirupati, Tirumala. Many thousands of people were coming, and their daily collection is not less than 100,000 rupees. And do you think these people are coming to offer these 100,000 rupees daily to a stone? And the äcäryas established this temple for bluffing these people? Does it mean, their collecting? 

They do not know the science, rascals. And therefore simply... 

Sinful life cannot help. Vinä paçughnät. 

That is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that 

"One who is killer of animal, he cannot understand the spiritual science."

 Vinä paçughnät. This is the statement. Paçughna means the animal killer. 

Therefore the first prohibition is stop this animal killing. 

Otherwise, this dull brain will not be able to understand. They are not fit for understanding. Müòha, müòha. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù. Duñkåtina means always engaged in sinful activities. They have got brain but their brain is being utilized only for sinful activities, they are called duñkåtina. Kåté, kåté means good brain, and duñkåté means brain is being utilized for sinful act. Therefore they are müòha. 

In spite of good brain, they are rascals, because brain is being utilized for sinful activities, how to set up up-to-date machinery for killing animals. 

(Ed: to dispose of them as byproducts so we can purchase and “enjoy” their milk products “without responsibility” i. e. wipe  it off on Srila Prabhupada and Krsna.)

Brain is being used for this purpose. Any animal can be killed with ordinary knife, but they're manufacturing latest machinery. Their brain, rascal brain is being used for that purpose. And what they will understand? 

They are preparing their road for going to hell. 

What they will understand about spiritual matters? 

Nature will not excuse. That is not possible. (break) 

That is sufficient for your being killed. Yes, sir. Wherefrom these laws come unless there is God's laws? 

Everyone  will be   killed.
They are thinking that "We are not going to slaughterhouse to kill. 

They kill;  we purchase.” (Ed their milk)

The Buddhist says like that. (Ed: so do we)

 Everyone says like that. 

Therefore, according to Vedic scripture, those animal-eaters, 

they should kill them personally 
so that they can see how much suffering is there, 

so he will stop. 

But now the things are being done in the slaughterhouse. 
They do not see. 

They purchase very nicely packed. 

(Ed: in milk cartons with pictures of happy cows)

They do not know. (Ed: out of sight, out of mind)

And they are becoming implicated. (Ed: all conspirators)

Therefore, according to Vedic injunction, if you want to eat meat, (Ed: or drink their milk???)

you kill yourself in your front, in the front of goddess Kälé. 

So that the animal will get next life as human being. He is promoted immediately. He hasn't got to go to the evolutionary process. He gets immediately. And it is given right that "After you get human form of (life), you can kill this person." You see? This is the process of bali-däna, mantra and everything. (Break) ...regulation that... that is not cow. An insignificant animal, goat... (end) (Ed: so even this compensation (minimization of reaction) is not allowed for those involved with cow slaughter)

Room Conversation                   July 1, 1974, Melbourne
Prabhupäda: That is sense. Otherwise nonsense, that's all. It is up to us to take up the sense or nonsense. The direction is there. What Arjuna said?

Satsvarüpa:
arjuna uväca
nañöo mohaù småtir labdhä
tvat-prasädän mayäcyuta
sthito 'smi gata-sandehaù

"Arjuna said, My dear Kåñëa, O infallible one, my illusion is now gone. I have regained my memory by Your mercy, and I am now firm and free from doubt and am prepared to act according to Your instructions."

Prabhupäda: This is sense.

Bhürijana: Prabhupäda, I think my illusion is not yet dispelled.

Prabhupäda: Then unfortunate.

Bhürijana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Continue. (laughter) Who can check?

Bhürijana: I want to understand in this sense though, exactly how far your instructions are because I know I want to do it, what you say, but I am not exactly...

Prabhupäda: You are old student.

Bhürijana: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: If you still cannot understand what is my instruction, then how can I help you? New students may say like that. You are intelligent, educated, old student. If you say... (long, silent pause) Our movement is that beginning of spiritual life is to surrender. If there is no surrendering, then it is no advance. Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. This is the beginning. If that thing is lacking, there is no beginning even, what to speak of advancement. That is discussed already. Na siddhià sa aväpnoti na sukhaà na paraà gatiù. This is the beginning of spiritual life. The word is called disciple. Disciple means who accept discipline. If there is no discipline, where is disciple? And "disciplic succession." We have used this word. 

Not that discipline is finished by one man, no. 

It will continue to go by succession. That is perfect.

Find out this verse. 

As soon as the disciplic succession is missing, then everything is lost.

Prabhupäda: Nañöa, this word is used.

Satsvarüpa: "This supreme science was thus received through the chain of disciplic succession and the saintly kings understood it in that way. But in course of time the succession was broken, and therefore the science as it is appears to be lost."

Prabhupäda: That's it. 

As soon as the discipline broken, then everything is lost. 

Now you can dance like a dog. That will not affect. Nobody can do that unless there is spiritual strength. Now, last night Madhudviña Mahäräja was singing, and so many men became enthused to dance. So unless there is spiritual strength, it cannot be done. Others cannot ask and dance. No, that is not possible. That is not possible. Unless there is spiritual strength, you cannot enthuse others. 

So we should have to acquire spiritual strength by 

following the regulative principle
. 

Sanätana Gosvämé has therefore forbidden. Avaiñëava-mukhodgérëam püta-hari-kathämåtam çravanäm kartavyam: "Those who are not following Vaiñëava principles, one should not hear from him." Why? It is Kåñëa-kathä, Kåñëa's. Now sarpocchiñöa-payo yathä: "Milk is very good, but as soon as it is touched by a serpent, it is no more good. It is harmful." So one must be Vaiñëava. 

Unless one is Vaiñëava, there is injunction, "Don't hear from him. It will be poisonous." 

So one who is not following Vaiñëava principle, 

he cannot speak about Vaiñëava principle. 

It is harmful. 

That is forbidden by äcäryas, Sanätana Gosvämé. If somebody says, "What is the harm? He is chanting Hare Kåñëa..." He cannot chant. That is a show-bottle chant. That is not effective. But even taking that "Anyone who is chanting, let me hear," no, Sanätana Gosvämé says, "No, don't hear." It will be harmful more than... 

In other words, if you are not following the Vaiñëava principle, you don't chant. 

It will not be effective. Did you not see the difference last night? There were many others. They could not join in the dancing. So far gathering men, if you do not gather intelligent men, then what is the use of gathering men? Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca tärä sahasraçaù: 

"If there is one moon, that is sufficient. What is the use of millions of stars?" If one is perfect Vaiñëava, that is sufficient. So Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement is... 

There are so many... Such a big instruction book. 

It is not that, whimsical. (Ed: i.e. offer and eat anything I like)

But still, we recommend that "Go on chanting." This will help you anywhere. That is also good. It is exactly like that: if you ignite wood for fire, if the wood is dry, the fire takes place immediately, and if it is moist, then it takes time. Only smoke will come. So smoke is not required. The blazing fire required. Then if from the wood, if simply smoke comes you cannot (chuckles) take any work out of it. There is traces of fire. As soon as there is smoke, there is fire, but it is not useful. It is useful for troubling your eyes only. What is smoke? Smoke means also fire. But you require blazing fire, not smoke fire. So blazing fire takes place if the wood is dry, immediately takes place. 

Otherwise, you go on enjoying the smoke. Be satisfied. 

"When there is smoke, there is fire." But it will not be useful. (chuckling) It will be useful, gradually the wood will dry. It takes long time. Just try to understand this example. You require the flame, not the smoke. But if you are satisfied with the smoke, that is your business. If you simply be satisfied--"The smoke is also fire. Unless there is fire, why the smoke comes?"--that's a good argument, but smoke will not help you. You require the flame. That flame cannot be produced if the wood is wet. Wet means materially contaminated. Is that example all right?

Satsvarüpa: Yes, that's true.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So pure devotional service is flame. All other things are smoke. You must get the flame. Otherwise, your business will not get done. So naturally we fan when there is smoke, "Phat, phat, phat." As soon as flame comes, there is no smoke. So again fan it. Let the flame come. Then everything will be all right. Otherwise be satisfied with the smoke. You are cooking with smoke for three hundred years. (laughter) There is a very humorous story that one man... He was a yogi. So he approached. It is not story, it is fact. Approached one big man that... As people are very inquisitive to see some yogic magic, so the rich man asked the yogi, "What you have learned about yogic perfection?" "No, I can in the severe winter season, I can dip myself in the water up to this and practice yoga." "So, how long can you remain? At night?" "Yes. No, I can remain the whole night or as long as you..." "All right, if you remain within severe cold, within water, overnight, then I shall give you such and such presentation." So he agreed, and he did it. And in the morning, when the man came, so he said, "Oh, you are successful." Then he did not... Either he had no money or he did not want to give. So he had his one advisor, "So what shall I do?" "No, no sir, you cannot give money." "Why?" "Now, there was heat." "So how there was heat?" You know, in India they give äkäça-pradépa? During Kärttika month they... This is our Vaiñëava principle, I think. The lamp is there on the head of the roof. On the roof there is a bamboo, and in the top of the bamboo there is light. So this man was in the lake. And his advisor said, "You have seen that the lamp was there, and heat was coming." (laughing) That lamp was three miles away and still, he advised, "Yes, there was heat. Therefore he could tolerate." So what can be said? He is poor man. So there was another servant of that big man. So he appealed to him that "See, I took so much trouble and he did not pay me anything." "So don't worry. I shall see that you are paid." What is that? Some presentation?

Paramahaàsa: Yes. First of all, I will pay my obeisances.

Prabhupäda: Then that servant, while he was employed, there was an urgent business. The rich man said that "Tomorrow I am going. You must come and go with me." So suppose he was to go at ten o'clock. Then at nine o'clock a messenger came: "You are ready?" "No, just I am cooking. Then I shall finish my cooking, take my meals and then we shall go." So he was very angrily inquired, "So why you did not...?" "No, I am cooking." "Where you are cooking?" Now, he has three bamboos, and on the top there was a pot, rice pot, and he was giving fire here. So that rich man came and saw. "What kind of cooking this is?" "No, there is heat. It is going on." (laughter) "So how you do this, such a nonsense." "No, if the temperature from the lamp on the roof of the sky could protect that man, why not it will be cooking?" Then he could understand this is the reply. So that man was paid. So this kind of progress, cooking, three miles above, a pot, a little fire, it will not act. There must be proper adjustment of cooking. Then you can cook food and eat. A little smoke or little fire and three miles away the cooking pot, in this way, cooking is useless attempt. One must be serious to cook. There is method how to cook. If you don't adopt that method and if you cook in your whimsical way, you will never be able to eat. If you say, "I shall cook in my way," and if you adopt that process, will it help? Na siddhià sa aväpnoti na sukhaà na paraà... So what are these things? (break) [ ]

Devotee: So therefore it must be impossible to have a classless society such as the Communists are trying for.
Prabhupäda: No, classless society is Kåñëa consciousness. 

"Eat Kåñëa-prasädam." 

Everyone will like. 

[Ed: NO ONE will like (exc ept) if cows and bulls are slaughtered in the process of eating “prasadam” UNTIL we begin following the later overriding orders of His Divine Grace to organize ourselves into four varnas, COOPERATE to subsist on prasadam of milk and foodstuffs produced locally on the basis of cow and bull protection and save time for MORE chanting  of the Hare Kåñëa mantra.]

Devotee: Dr. Harrap.

Dr. Harrap: How do you do.

Dr. Muncing(?): And Dr. Muncing.

Prabhupäda: Ah, thank you very much. Sit down. There is a verse... You have got first part?

Devotee: First part.

Prabhupäda: Idaà hi puàsas tapasaù çrutasya vä.
Satsvarüpa: Idam?
Prabhupäda: Idaà hi puàsas tapasaù çrutasya vä sviñöasya süktasya ca buddhi-dattayoù, avicyuto 'rthaù kavibhir nirüpitaù.

Prabhupäda: Hm. Read.

Satsvarüpa: Translation: "Learned circles have positively concluded that the infallible purpose of the advancement of knowledge, namely austerities, study of the Vedas, sacrifice, chanting of hymns and charity, culminates in the transcendental descriptions of the Lord, who is defined in choice poetry."

Prabhupäda: Purport.

Satsvarüpa: (reads entire purport S.B. 1.5.22)

Prabhupäda: This is our process of Kåñëa consciousness, everything engaged in glorifying the Supreme Lord. So you are learned scientists. Our request is that you also, by your scientific research, glorify the Supreme. That is perfection.

Dr. Harrap: It seems to me that as scientists, not only us, but we have made a great deal of contribution to the creature comforts of the people of the world but we don't seem to have got their life qualities, good as it should be. I wondered if you might comment on what sort of things we should do to improve this.

Dr. Muncing: Excuse me, do you mind if I record this?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: They can record it?

Prabhupäda: Oh yes, why not?

Dr. Harrap: (aside:) This stand's quite a complicated contraption here. It makes (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: You can read this, Second Chapter, "Perceiving the existence of the supreme scientist, Lord Çré Kåñëa." Read this.

Satsvarüpa: (reads from The Scientific Basis of Kåñëa Consciousness, Chapter 2, pages 11 through 19.)

Prabhupäda: So our request is that everyone with his talents should establish the authority of the Supreme. This is our Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Dr. Harrap: Who was the author of that reading, sir? Who wrote it?

Prabhupäda: This book? This is one of my student. He is also scientist. You can read his...

Satsvarüpa: (reads from The Scientific Basis of Kåñëa Consciousness, p. 57)

Madhudviña: He is one of our spiritual master's disciples, and he has written this book, this small pamphlet here, from his scientific background.

Guest (1): Is he still working as a scientist?

Madhudviña: He's teaching, yes. And he comes to the...

Dr. Harrap: Do you have any formal training arrangements that belong your own particular religion? Do you run colleges and...

Madhudviña: No, not per se. We have our training centers where the students are trained in reading Sanskrit and studying the... Most of our education is centered around the ancient scriptures from the East. This is what our spiritual master dedicates his life to, translating these Sanskrit books. He's translated about twenty of them already. And so our centers are working in that fashion. We have a school for children where they are trained up from the time they're five years old. This is in America.

Dr. Harrap: Can you give us an indication where the centers are, where some of them are?

Madhudviña: The centers are all over the world. We have centers in America and centers...

Prabhupäda: We have got forty centers in America.

Dr. Harrap: Forty.

Prabhupäda: Forty, four zero, yes.

Dr. Harrap: Your knowledge of Sanskrit, this is one of your basic interests.

Prabhupäda: No, not Sanskrit, but knowledge we have received by disciplic succession from my Guru Mahäräja, from my spiritual master. Sanskrit is the language but mostly we derive knowledge from Vedic revealed scriptures. And this is also one of them, Çrémad-Bhägavatam. This is the ripened fruit of Vedic knowledge.

Dr. Harrap: And you're interpreting this in terms of modern day living to a large extent in some of your writings, and, of course, some of your disciples writings, as in this book.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest (2): Could I borrow this for a moment? Thanks.

Prabhupäda: Bhagavad-gétä, yes.

Guest (2): We were very interested in your comments on the dairy industry in particular. Dr. Harrap is in charge of the dairy research. How do you relate your strong interest in dairy products to modern thinking on cholestrol and similar problems? This doesn't disturb you?

Satsvarüpa: There are modern theories that milk is actually harmful.

Dr. Harrap: Well, that butter...

Dr. Muncing: The milkfat and...

Dr. Harrap: Yes, milkfat.

Prabhupäda: Milk is harmful? How it is harmful? If it is harmful why you are giving milk to the child?

Dr. Harrap: There is a certain difference here in that milk that we get from cows has a very low proportion of what we call polyunsaturated fatty acids, only about two per cent, whereas in human milk this is about ten or twelve percent. It's a much higher level. So milk from cows, which are ruminants, is quite a lot different from the milk that we get from the non-ruminants, and of course, humans are non-ruminants.

Prabhupäda: But I think  there is a book, "Miracles of Milk,"(Ed: “The Miracle of Milk” by Bernarr Macfadden 1923), written by one American gentleman. He has greatly valued the milk and milk products. Similarly, we Indians, we give very, very importance to milk and milk products.

(See  also “The Milk Diet as a Remedy for Chronic Disease” by Charles Porter MD 1929, “Raw Milk Cures Many Diseases” J.R.Crewe MD 1929 etc.)

Dr. Harrap: Yes, I think this is so, has always been so here, but in recent years there has been shown to be a relationship between the cholestrol level in the blood and the ratio between the saturated and polyunsaturated fat in the diet. The lower the level of polyunsaturated fat, the higher the level of cholestrol in the blood. And this has been associated with heart disease. So there is quite a move to, among many in the medical profession to prescribe diets which are low in saturated fats.

Prabhupäda: (aside:) Have you got our picture, Kåñëa  stealing butter?
Dr. Harrap: And we are doing some quite interesting work at the dairy research laboratory aimed at making ruminants' milk, cow's milk, much more like human milk in this way by a special feeding techniques to the cows.

Prabhupäda: Yes, milk means cow's milk. Milk means cow's milk because you find in this book that kåñi-go-rakñya. Go means cow. Cow protection, cow's milk is important, not other animal's milk.

Dr. Harrap: Yes, what about human milk?

Prabhupäda: Human milk is natural.

Dr. Harrap: Yes, but then that's very different to cow's milk.

Guest (2): It's very obvious that His Grace isn't suffering from cholestrol. (laughter) Cholestrol is no problem for you.

Dr. Harrap: But we've had very close connections with India in the dairy research laboratory in that Dr. Chulak... Yes, you know him? One of our staff members some years ago spent several months in India developing methods of making cheese from buffaloes' milk.

Prabhupäda: No, India's position is different now. India has practically no milk, and no food. Due to our leaders' mismanagement, there is no milk. India is depending on your milk powder sent by Australia or by Europe. There is no milk. But milk is very important because Kåñëa said that kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. Find out that verse. You do not have that Kåñëa Book?
Cäru:
kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà
vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam

"Translation: Farming, cattle-raising and business are the qualities of work for the vaiçyas, and for the çüdras there is labor and service to others..."

Prabhupäda: So Kåñëa... We are following the leadership of Kåñëa. Kåñëa was so fond of cows, cows' milk, cows' butter, that He was stealing cows' butter. Yes. Find out that picture.

Guest (2): Brian, you said it was the proportion between polyunsaturated and...

Dr. Harrap: The ratio between them, largely.

Guest (2): I see, rather than the quantity.

Dr. Harrap: Well, you should... The advice is that you keep your general level of fats down, but of the fats that you take, you should increase the ratio between polyunsaturated and saturated. But there is quite a development of milk industry in parts of India. The complex near Annakadana(?), I think, is a very good example of this, isn't it, of the, I believe, the cooperative dairy complex.

Prabhupäda: No, practically also we see. Formerly big, big saintly person they used to live in the forest, and their livelihood was fruits and milk. They used to keep cows and draw milk from them, and whatever fruits are available in the forest, and they have given us these literatures, Vyäsadeva. So the... He has written Mahäbhärata, one hundred thousand verses and similarly, this Çrémad-Bhägavatam, he has given us eighteen thousand verses. And each verse is full of so grave meaning that if you study, it will take months and months together. So they developed such nice brain simply by drinking milk and fruits. Yes.
Guest (2): Could we return to your opening remarks, sir, concerning the impact of science. I think it's fair to comment that Dr. Muncing has taken the lead in C.S.R.O. in attempting to bring out the social theme of science, if it has one. He might like to enlarge on that somewhat.

Dr. Muncing: Well, I'm not sure that I could call it the social theme of science. I'm concerned with building research. We came to realize three or four years ago that whilst we had got a long way in understanding the material things that go to make up houses and cities, we were a long way from knowing what people wanted the thing that gets called quality of life. We have been beginning to look at this subject, commencing in the first place in northwestern Australia where there are a lot of mining activity, and there people go for a short time. They go to fairly small settlements, and we were interested in how important the housing was in the total. We've got a long way to go, and this looks to be a fairly interesting area. Unless you want to ask about that, I think I'd be interested in what further things Australia should be helping Asia with. We've spoken about milk things already, and I hope before we finish you can tell us what things we should be learning of Asia that we haven't learned in the past.

Madhudviña: He wants... He would like to know what you think that Australia should help Asia with as far as making people more comfortable to live in this world and what Australia can imbibe from Asia as far as teaching in science as well as general living.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So far I have studied, not only Australia, but also America and Africa, there are immense land uncultivated. So I think all these countries... The population increased in India, China, and similar other places. They should allow to come them, come here and produce food grains. If you cannot manage the over-populated countries, they should come. If the government allows, they would immediately come and utilize the vast land for producing food grains. And in the Bhagavad-gétä we have the statement--find out, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Find out this verse. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni.
Cäru:
annäd bhavanti bhütäni
parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù
yajïäd bhavati parjanyo
yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù
"Translation: All living bodies subsist on food grains, which are produced from rains. Rains are produced by the performance of yajïa, sacrifice, and yajïa is born of prescribed duties."

Prabhupäda: THIS IS THE CYCLE, that we should produce immense food grain both for the animals and for men.

And there  should be cooperation.

Just like the cow and bull.

The bull helps plowing.
That is the original system.

Now they have invented tractors, what is called? Tractor?

Madhudviña: Cultivators.

Prabhupäda: And the bulls are  being killed.

Why they should be killed?

Engage them in tilling the field. They will have occupation.

And the man also will have occupation.

There is immense land.
So there will be no question of unemployment. 

And the machine, 

it works hundreds of men's labor and hundreds of men become unemployed. 

So unemployment  means

Dr. Muncing: I think that the situation which would apply to the Asian area, whilst I don't know it in complete detail, it's my impression that we have used very nearly all of the Australian area that is suitable for tilling the soil and growing food grains. There are vast areas of Australia that have very little rain, or if they have rain it comes intermittently. And it's my impression that the Australian area... The area that's used for growing grains in Australia couldn't be vastly increased. It couldn't be doubled, for instance. On the other hand I accept that it might well be possible to double the amount that comes off the present area. And of course, that's something that C.S.I.R.O. is working towards.

Dr. Harrap: I think you could add to that, Roy, that an attempt to grow grain in large areas of Australia would significantly damage the ecology, and from reading your writings, I suspect that this would be completely unacceptable to your way of thinking, that one doesn't disturb the natural life cycles of innumerable creatures in order to grow more grain because the terrain is just not suited to the grain growing.

Prabhupäda: The land is not suitable?

Madhudviña: Well, in Australia there is vast areas which cannot be cultivated, like deserts and semi-deserts. The gentleman's contention is that if we try to grow grains in a semi-desert area it would throw off the balance of the natural, the natural pulse of the earth, let us say, and it would cause havoc in other fields. One of the basic things that our spiritual master is putting forward is that if we put an emphasis on producing food grains and milk and vegetables to live on, concentrating on those points instead of complicating our lives with great industries for cosmetics and film industries and things that are really not essential to us... There's people that don't have the essentials and other people who have all the trappings of the modern technological science. Our spiritual master's contention is that real happiness lies in simple living and high thinking and this is the education that we're trying to put forward. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...these are all misconceptions because I am not this body. I am spirit soul. When the spirit soul goes away, then where is the distinction? Suppose in hospital some Hindu dies or some Muslim dies, some Christian die, the spirit... They are stacked together as useless matter. Is it not? There is no distinction there now, Hindu, Muslim, Christian, white, black. Now it is dead body, put aside. Eh? So, but when living, when the spirit soul is there, they are dividing, this designation. So this knowledge that so long the spirit soul is there in the body, it is important. As soon as the soul is gone, it is useless. But people are giving more stress on the body than on the active principle, living force, what is there. There is no study. Suppose you are all scientists. What is your studying about that living force that is moving the body?

Dr. Muncing: I would agree with you that the body, when a person dies, it's material and dead in the terms we use and the spirit moves on. And I accept from that that at that stage one has nothing to..., one has no worry about the body. But in the stage that we are now, where our body and our soul are together, it seems to me that this is one unity and you can't use the argument that at that stage you should neglect the body.

Prabhupäda: No, we don't say neglect the body. But the important factor... Just like our, this Svarüpa Dämodara has explained that behind this material combination, there is an active principle which is soul. That is the important thing. But in the modern age they are giving more stress on the unimportant thing, and they have no knowledge of the important thing. This is the defect.

Dr. Muncing: I think I disagree with that.

Dr. Harrap: I'm a little uncertain from reading some of your comments about the primary aim that you would set for science. I would place a great deal of emphasis on the contribution that science can make to the community.

Prabhupäda: That I admit. That I admit. Yes.

Dr. Muncing: With respect, sir, I notice you wear a watch. This must be obviously a product of science, and this is what it's about. But you are stressing time and again in your writings the need to concentrate on the laws that you set out in order to achieve some standing in the future, in the life hereafter. Isn't this at the risk of neglecting the people who are sharing this life with us here and now?

Prabhupäda: No, it is not the question of neglecting. Just like formerly there was no watch, but still they used to keep time by the movement of the sun on a dial, just making some marks on the stone. Do you know this?

Guests: Yes, yes, I know.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So their work was going on. Their work was not suffering for want of this watch.

Dr. Muncing: I agree.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So we have got good brain. Instead of utilizing the brain to know what is the active principles of this whole universe, if we utilize that brain for manufacturing a watch, that is not very good proposal. You manufacture watch, but at the same time, you try to study the active principle, who is the watchmaker. I am seeing the watch with the eyes, but as soon as the active principle is gone, no more seeing. Where is that science? A watchmaker is making, screw-driving, and doing so many things. All of a sudden his heart fails. No more watch. What is that active principle? Where is that science? That is my proposition?

Dr. Muncing: It wasn't the manufacturing aspect. It was the creative aspect that I was concerned with, that there is a creative faculty in man that can be used to benefit the rest of mankind. Isn't there a tendency...

Prabhupäda: Creative faculty... Therefore we first of all give stress, the creative faculty, that the watchmaker is doing nice work, but who has made that watchmaker? Who is that creative faculty? You are a scientist, you have good brain, but you cannot manufacture the brain. But who has manufactured your brain?

Guest (2): But isn't it the use to which the brain is put that is the...

Prabhupäda: If you are scientist, you create a similar brain like you. That you cannot do. But somebody has created your brain. And who is that person? Professor Einstein, big scientist, but he could not create another Professor Einstein so that after his death the work would continue. Because the brain creator, the brain of scientist created by somebody, that is not in your hand. You cannot create another similar brain. That is not possible. But if you are surprised with the mechanical arrangement of the small watch, why you should not study the mechanical arrangement of a great scientist? But as the mechanical arrangement of the watch is made by some brain, similarly, your brain or Professor Einstein's brain, that is also made by another scientist. And who is that scientist? We are glorifying the brain of the scientist but we are not glorifying the scientist who has made the brain of the scientist.

Dr. Muncing: If we weren't being recorded I would make a comment but we are, so I won't. (laughter) Sir, could we move from the metaphysical to the material for a brief moment? We were not certain from reading your book whether it would be acceptable, but Dr. Harrap has a special sample of cheese which we wondered if we might present.

Dr. Harrap: This is cheese that has been made in the C.S.I.R.O. from cow's milk, and I hope that perhaps you might enjoy it.

Prabhupäda: Oh, thank you very much. So you can give some cheese preparation to all these respectable scientists. You have got that sweet, sweet ball?

Satsvarüpa: Where are they? I could not find them just now.

Prabhupäda: You go and find out.

Dr. Harrap: This is a variety of cheese that, what we call a gouda cheese which comes originally from Holland. But it is very much liked in Asian countries and Australia has quite a large export market to many of the Asian countries, and more particularly to Japan. It seems to appeal very much to the taste of cheese-loving people in these countries, and this is a product which is becoming more and more popular in these countries.

Prabhupäda: From milk you can prepare hundreds and thousands of preparations.

Dr. Harrap: Oh, yes. Yes. Even in cheeses there are probably hundreds of varieties.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. We make. We actually make. At least ten, twenty kinds of sweet preparation we make from the cheese. Therefore our, as recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. Kåñi-go-rakñya. People... A class of men should be trained up for agriculture, producing food grain, and cow protection. Cow protection means you get the milk, sufficient quantity, and from milk you get so many nutritious, full of vitamin food.

Dr. Harrap: It's a complete food  in itself.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Those who are meat-eaters, they can eat other non-important animals, but cows must be saved, even from economic point of view. Here it is said that go-rakñya. It does not say, Kåñëa, "elephant-rakñya." Elephant is a big animal, and at least fifty times more than cow, there is flesh. But it is not recommended. But the cow protection is recommended because it has got the miracle food, milk, and from milk you can prepare hundreds of preparation, all nutritious, full of vitamin A and D. So therefore it is recommended, go-rakñya. It is not that meat-eating is stopped. Meat-eaters may kill other non-important animals but don't kill animal, er, cow. And besides that, from moral point of view, we are drinking milk from the cow, so she is mother. According to Vedic understanding there are seven kinds of mother: ädau mätä, real mother. Ädau mätä, guru patné, the wife of guru, spiritual master. Ädau mätä, guru patné, brähmaëé, the wife of a brähmaëa. Brähmaëa means the most intelligent class of men in the society. Who are brähmaëa, that is also mentioned there in the çästra. So his wife. Ädau mätä, guru patné... In general the understanding is, except your wife all woman is your mother. That is the instruction of Canakya Paëòita. Mätåvat para-däreñu: "All women should be treated as mother." Para-däreñu. Para-dära means others' wife. So every woman was married. It is compulsory. This is the Vedic system, that every woman must be married. It is the duty of the father to see the daughter is married, must be married. It is called kanyä-däya. You cannot evade this responsibility. You must. The father's duty is, as soon as the girl is grown-up, immediately some boy must be found out and handed over: "My dear boy, I give you this girl in charity. You take care and give her protection." This is marriage. And he agrees, "Yes, I take charge of this girl." In our society, we get married. Your government has approved our society that we can...

Madhudviña: The Australian government in the latest Gazette has recognized the Hare Kåñëa movement as a bona fide religion eligible to perform legal marriages.

Prabhupäda: And the other day Reverend Powell came. He also has given his announcement in the paper. What is that?

Satsvarüpa: "Don't be alarmed at the Hare Kåñëas." (laughter) Reverend Gordon Powell...

Guest (2): Yes, if we were alarmed we wouldn't be here.

Prabhupäda: No, actually we are pledged to give something substantial to the human society. This is our mission. We are not that group, that showing some magic and take some fees and... It is not our business. We have got so many literatures full of treasurehouse of knowledge. We have to distribute that. Not bluffing, showing magic or this or that, miracles. No. We are not this. It is an institution for giving knowledge to the human society. The first beginning of knowledge is that at the present moment, people, although very much proud of their advancement of knowledge, he does not know what is the active principle of life.

Guest (2): Could we cover one more subject, sir, before we close, or do you have some...

Guest (1): I would like to ask about the writings and where they came from and so on, but you go first.

Guest (2): You should read the book. I have a very good friend, a brähmaëa friend in the Indian Atomic Energy Commission. How do you view the development of the potential for nuclear explosions in India?

Prabhupäda: Yes, from the revealed scripture we can understand from... You have got the first part of Bhägavatam?
Cäru: Yes, right here.

Prabhupäda: The Açvatthämä released the brahmästra?
Satsvarüpa: That's in three I think.

Prabhupäda: Similar nuclear weapon was there. It was called brahmästra. So when this brahmästra was released by one Açvatthämä, the same symptom of nuclear weapon... Kåñëa kåñëa mahä bäho. That is...

Satsvarüpa: We don't have that volume.

Prabhupäda: Why you are lacking? You have got enough books. I inquired from you in the morning. You said, "Yes, we have got enough stock."

Madhudviña: We have them but we do not have them here.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not... Here are people coming, gentlemen coming.

Madhudviña: The question was, Çréla Prabhupäda, that he wanted to know what you are thinking about India, India's...

Prabhupäda: I am not thinking of India. I am not thinking of India. I am thinking for the whole human society. Why shall I think for India? Vasudhä eva kuöumbakam. When we become God conscious, then we don't think in that way, "I am Indian," "I am Englishman," "I am Australian," "I am this," no. We don't think. This is the crippled thinking of the materialistic person. Paëòitäù sama darçinaù. Find out this verse.

"The humble sage, by virtue of true knowledge, sees with equal vision a learned and gentle brähmaëa, a cow, an elephant, a dog and a dog-eater."

Prabhupäda: Because our vision is from the standard of the soul. The soul is there in elephant as well as in the learned scientist. So paëòitäù sama-darçinaù means a learned, advanced, spiritualist, he sees that everyone is soul. The body, material body, is dress. Just like we are talking with Dr. such and such, not with the dress. We are not interested with the dress, but we are interested with you, person. Similarly, these bodies are dresses, different dresses, according to the price he has paid. According to his work, nature gives him. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù.
Cäru: Ahaìkära vimüòhä.
Prabhupäda: Käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya. Find out this verse.

"The bewildered spirit soul, under the influence of the three modes of material nature, thinks himself to be the doer of activities which are in actuality carried out by nature."

Prabhupäda: Nature. Nature is giving us different body. I am the spirit soul. Because I have accepted natural, the material nature's protection, I am getting different types of body. This life I have got this body, next life I may get another body. That is explained. Tathä dehäntara präpti. We have to accept another body. Now you are scientist, next life you may be different. You may have a different body. Where is that science? Here is the information. But where is the science cultivated in the universities, education. There is no science, but this is a fact.

Guest (2): Well, it's just on five. Do you want to sneak in one?

Madhudviña: These are preparations which is prepared from Australian milk.

Prabhupäda: Let him take. Yes.

Guest (2): Oh, thank you.

Madhudviña: Give a napkin. It's a sweet preparation called gulab jamin. It is all prepared just from milk which has been made into curd, and then the curd has been fried in ghee, cooking ghee, and then after it has been fried, it has been soaked in sweet water and it is very palatable. It's called a gulab jamin. It is a very famous delicacy of Indian cooking. It requires great skill and art to prepare these. And as our spiritual master said, there is actually hundreds and hundreds of food which can be prepared from this, like the cheese you have there. Even cooking cheese and spicing it with asafoetida and ginger, meat taste can be simulated very, very nicely.

Prabhupäda: This cheese as it is you take, it is as beneficial as meat.

Madhudviña: Protein.

Guest (2): Yes, yes. Similar protein.

Prabhupäda: So why the animal should be killed? Take milk.

Guest (2): What is sweet water? You mean just sugar...

Madhudviña: Syrup.

Guest (2): Now is this made here or in India?

Madhudviña: Yes, we make it ourselves. Our spiritual master taught us how to make it. (laughter) An ancient science.

Prabhupäda: No, no, I am teaching them, "Eat nicely, live nicely, and be prepared for your next life, for going back to home, back to Godhead." You can take it. It is very nice.

Guest (2): You mean to eat it now?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest (2): I would sooner take it home and eat it with my wife.

Prabhupäda: No, no, you take, you take it. You just...

Madhudviña: I can give you another.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you like we shall give you more.

Satsvarüpa: It's very sweet. Watch it, it's very drippy though.

Guest (2): Yes, it looks like it.

Prabhupäda: And if you send us cheese like this we can send you many things. (laughter)

Dr. Muncing: It's very nice, but I must save some for my family.

Dr. Harrap: I'd probably be irreligious if I said that it was soaked in rum, but... (laughter)

Dr. Muncing: It's very good.

Prabhupäda: Shall I give you more?

Dr. Harrap: No, that's very nice, thank you. It'll ruin my dinner. Can I take the rest home?

Madhudviña: Oh yes.

Dr. Muncing: Well, this has been most interesting.

Dr. Harrap: Oh, yes. Public relations for dairy research.

Madhudviña: One thing that we would like to mention, as our spiritual master says, there is a definite, according to the Vedic scripture, there is a definite link between consumption of milk and development of fine brain tissues. And if your department of knowledge has some research in that area, we think it would be a great service to mankind if they can be informed how they can develop fine brain tissues. Fine brain tissues which are needed for coping with the problems of this day and age. Not that simply if I disagree with you we'll just fight. There has to be fine brain tissues in order to say, "Let us sit down and talk about this together." And we say, not we, but according to the scripture, there is a definite link between the consumption of milk products, not just milk, but cheese and all different milk products, the consumption of milk products and development of the necessary intellect. This is why, as our spiritual master said, the highly intelligent people of India have lived predominantly, not just drinking milk, but everything they ate was cooked in milk products. The vegetables, rice, even if rice was boiled, milk was put on, ghee was put on the rice. So that is like an unavoidable essential in their diet, not simply from the palatable standpoint, but actually from the relationship between the physical and the metaphysical progress.

Prabhupäda: And thousands of tons of ghee, clarified butter, was offered in the yajïa. The smoke created a kind of cloud which is very good for cultivation.

Guest (2): Well, thank you...

Prabhupäda: Thank you very much. (end)

Room Conversation                   Melbourne July 2, 1974

Prabhupäda: I think you missed that verse, jagato ahitäya. Anyway, these are the description of demonic activities. So this is practical. The last two disastrous war was waged only for this industry. This is the cause. German, they are actually in Europe very intelligent and their machine products and other things, they make very nice things. At least, I have got experience, German chemicals are first-class chemical. So they manufacture and British occupied the half of the world in their colonization, whole Africa, and they controlled India and China, Japan, yes, China, Burma, Ceylon, Australia. So these poor people, they manufactured. They have got goods enough; where to sell? As soon as they go to the British territories, "No, you cannot sell. If you want to sell, then hundred percent duty." So price increase. This was the grudge. Everyone knows. This is the cause of two wars. The jagato ahita. Now, why so much? You require a scissor? Go to a blacksmith and pay something. He'll make a scissor. "No. Produce millions of scissor." Then where is market, sir? This is going on. Produce millions of TV machine. Simple they are used for wasting time. One or two or five made for some important business. Now they are producing millions of sets. They must sell. And people are induced to purchase. And as soon as they purchase, they simply see television. Idol worship. And learning vicious things. Some unnecessary picture is produced there. They like to see it. Two train are coming and they are smashed. (laughs) I have seen some television. People are learning how to smash, how to steal, how to harass people. Things are being shown like that. Not that "You are soul. You are spirit soul. If you degrade yourself, you then get this." You make that television, that how transmigration of the soul is taking place. They have manufactured the machine, so utilize for your propaganda. We have got to do so many things. We can utilize everything. So if they are not used for Kåñëa's purpose they'll be used for committing disaster in the world. Just like the atomic bomb. They are meant for creating disaster, that's all. What else they can do? And now everyone is having atomic weapon, just like India has now got. That means they are preparing, by nature's course they are preparing for war, and "I put my atomic bomb on your head, and you put on my head. You die, I die, that's all." They simply die. Now what was the result of the disastrous war twice? The whole European nations ruined. They are not no more rich. I saw in Paris, in Germany. They are not as rich as the Americans. Because American inland, there was no such big war, so their opulence is existing, but on account of these two wars, British completely finished. Yes. British completely. It is now... Hitler wanted that "I shall again make these English people a fisherman's island. They have to take their business to fishing only." (laughter) That was Hitler's declaration.

Madhudviña: That has happened.

Prabhupäda: That has happened.

Madhudviña: They are fishing all over the world, trying to get some oil, trying to get some steel, how to get some grain.

Cäru: They only work two days in a week now in England.

Madhudviña: That's finished now. During the petrol shortage they had to cut themselves down to two days a week.

Prabhupäda: Now they have got Australia. Australia is English possession?

Madhudviña: No.

Prabhupäda: No, no more.

Cäru: Not any more.

Prabhupäda: But I know, all educated and advanced educated Englishmen, they were coming to Australia for good job. Therefore most of the technical posts, they are occupied by Indians in London. As soon as one is highly qualified medical man, he comes to Australia. So who will take care of them? So therefore they imported some brain from India. 

Anyway, our time should be saved for self-realization. 

That is  perfect civilization. 

And not for creating unnecessary necessities of life.

That will increase problem. 

So scientists, they disagreed or agreed with us?

Madhudviña: They did not want to get... They did not want to...

Prabhupäda: But they could not answer "Who is the manufacturer of the brain of the scientist?" That they could not.

Madhudviña: You have said in one of your tapes, "They want to start half way." Like they say, "All of a sudden there is an aeroplane, appeared in the sky." They do not trace out where that aeroplane is coming from. So similarly, they are interested in the problems of today, but they do not want to delve into the essential problem. They are talking about building nice houses, using this, that. They do not want to delve into...

Prabhupäda: This is practical. The scientists have got good brain, but who manufactured the brain? You cannot do. You have not manufactured your brain. If you say, "By nature," then nature is more powerful than you. But nature is dead. It cannot create life. That is in the hand of Kåñëa. Mamaiväàço jéva-bhütaù. As soon as the question of jéva, living entity, there, this, mine, you can say it is nature. And other things? Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarva... Prakåti, nature, is doing. Everything explained. In the Brahma-saàhitä it is said, såñöi-sthiti-pralaya-sädhana-çaktir ekä: "There is an energy which can create, maintain, and destroy the whole cosmic manifestation." Såñöi-sthiti-pralaya-sädhana-çaktir ekä, one. There is one energy. Chäyeva yasya vibharti bhuvanäni durgä: "That energy is working just like shadow under the direction of Kåñëa." That is big energy, but that energy... Just like atomic energy, big energy, but it is done by a scientist, not that the ingredients automatically mix together and become an atomic... No. That is not possible. Big, big brain, scientist, they are dealing. Similarly this big energy--creation, maintenance, and destruction of nature--that nature is called Durgä. Durgä. Duù. Duù means difficult, and gä means going or to understand. To understand the laws of material nature is very difficult. That is called Durgä. Or Durgä means... Durgä means this is like a fort. We are kept within this, and the superintendent is Durgä. Therefore Durgä's picture is ten hands, ten directions with different kinds of weapon protecting. Såñöi-sthiti-pralaya-sädhana-çaktir ekä chäyeva yasya bhuvanäni vibharti durgä, icchänu... Now the conclusion. Icchänurüpam api yasya ca ceñöate sä: "She is working not independently, according to the desire of somebody else." Who is that somebody? Govindam ädi-puruñaà tam ahaà bhajämi: "That is Govinda. I am worshiping Him." And this is confirmed in the Bhagavad-gétä.

What is the use of...? Why should we go to research? Everything is there. Our position is very safe. We get the perfect knowledge without wasting our time. We take from Kåñëa. That's all. Finish. We know everything. Just like so many scientists, so many psychology, psychiatrist, and religionist, they come to me, but I am neither of them. I never was a scientist nor I am a psychologist nor a psychiatrist nor this or that. But I speak on the strength of Bhagavad-gétä; I defeat them. It is practical. So many people came to me but nobody went unharmed. Yes.

Madhudviña: Digvijäya.
Prabhupäda: Because we are getting perfect knowledge from Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: ...have discrimination because the British government, they think that the Ratha-yatra is becoming very popular.

Jayatértha: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That is the... It is actually rational discrimination. The Christians, they thought, "Now these Englishmen, they'll make Hindu religion very prominent." Because it is a fact. If we introduce such three-four celebrations, then Christianity will be finished. But what is there? Christianity, there is nothing. Simply some dry words. And actually, they're seeing, nobody's coming to the church. So in this way, if they some, relish something better, then whatever is there, that will be finished, also. Therefore in London we wanted to purchase a church.

Bali Mardana: A big cathedral.

Prabhupäda: Ah. And they said, "We shall burn it down; still, we shall not give to Bhaktivedanta Swami." They said like that.

Bahuläçva: Rascals.

Prabhupäda: "We shall burn it down." They are seeing practically. After all, they are businessmen. "Shopkeeper's nation." They see practically that if such kind of movements go on... People are already, have no interest in the church. In Chicago, they wrote "American Hindus." They wrote in the paper. Then Hindu, Hindu religion will be prominent.

Bahuläçva: The Catholic Church is a very wealthy institution, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bahuläçva: The Catholic Church is very wealthy. They don't want to lose their...

Prabhupäda: So what will wealth do? If it does not appeal to the people, what wealth will do? In Chicago also, the Christians came with some wooden signboard. You have seen?

Bali Mardana: No, I didn't see.

Prabhupäda: "It is through Christ. It is through..." They were showing me. So that has been criticized by the newspapermen, that "Nobody cares for you." (laughter) Yes.

Bali Mardana: In New York also, we have to do negotiations very secretly because if they find out, they would not want to sell to us. They would be afraid.

Prabhupäda: Oh, New York, there was Ratha-yatra?

Bali Mardana: No, no. For purchasing the church.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Bali Mardana: They're also afraid that we will take over.

Prabhupäda: But that is not yet finished.

Bali Mardana: Well, it is going on now. The one building is finished. Other building is still... Until we are living there...

Prabhupäda: That, one Japanese gentkeman wrote in a paper that "This Movement, as it growing fast, within ten years the whole world will become Hindu ."
Bali Mardana: Jaya. (laughter) (break) 
Prabhupäda:...somebody protested that "Your Kåñëa consciousness movement makes the people dull." And now, you have not seen the Vaiñëava. There was two fight in the Indian history. One is Räma and Rävaëa, and one is Kurukñetra. And the hero is Vaiñëava. We are going to produce such Vaiñëavas, not these dull rascals, sitting down. We don't want these Vaiñëavas, sitting down rascals. 

We want Arjuna 

or we want no one. 

That is Vaiñëava. 

That is wanted.

Jayatértha: It's time to go back. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...that if we remain rascals, then that Gaurasundara's example will be followed. One day you'll again become crazy and close up everything and smoke. That's all. My Guru Mahäräja used to say, präëa arthe yaìra sei hetu pracära. "One who has got life, he can preach." The dead man cannot preach. So you become with life, not like dead man. Without life... Just like all my godbrothers. They are dead men. And therefore they are envious of my activities. They have no life. 

If you want to make easy-going life, showing the Deity and then sleep, 

then it is a failure movement. (break)
Prabhupäda: What that (name withheld)  is doing there in Africa?

Brahmänanda: He's not doing very well.

Prabhupäda: He's a rascal, and he was given in charge. Another rascal, (name withheld). What he's doing, sitting and..., only?

Brahmänanda: Just sitting and writing things that cannot be understood.

Prabhupäda: Writing where?

Brahmänanda: In the temple.

Prabhupäda: And the other?

Brahmänanda: He's doing all right.

Prabhupäda: Let him stay there. Don't allow him to come out. Yes.

Brahmänanda: He was planning to leave any day.

Prabhupäda: No, he cannot go. Then we shall charge you all theft charges.

Brahmänanda: Which?

Prabhupäda: Theft charges. He's, he stolen money, and he has stolen something in Bombay also.

Jayatértha: Prabhupäda, they still have so many debts from last year.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayatértha: They still owe money for last year's festival, so many thousands.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is... And even somehow or other, he goes out, then he should not be allowed strictly either in our, this temple or that temple.

Brahmänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Let him go to hell.

Brahmänanda: Actually, he was planning to see (name withheld) Swami.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Brahmänanda: He was planning to go and visit (name withheld).

Prabhupäda: Now, the ( ) and this man and ( ) is making a clique. I can understand. What they are planning, that also I know. But I don't wish to disclose it. 

So if these things come, then how this movement will go on? 

Politics, diplomacy, fraud, cheating, 

these are the general qualification of the western countries. 

Jayatértha: Sitting?

Prabhupäda: Politics, diplomacy, fraud, cheating. 

These things are the general qualification of the western people. Do you admit or not?

Devotees: Yes.

Prabhupäda: If they are, these things come within our movement, 

then it will not be successful.
Tat-paratvena nirmalam. One has to become purified. Even sometimes we have to take... But that is for Kåñëa's. 

There  must be now checking that 

all these rascals may not join and spoil the movement. 

You should not admit.

Bali Mardana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: They can come and go.

Bali Mardana: We should not make a haven for rascals.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bali Mardana: We should not create a haven for rascals.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So how it will be done unless you GBC members become very strong and with good brain? Now, first of all save this situation. This is only solution, as I have suggested, that "The ratha must be there. We are not moving." And take lawyers. And the Deity will be moved. And we'll come to the ratha and go back. That's all. And we shall abide by all the rules. That's all. They saw it that in open sunshine thousands of people, ten thousands of people or more than that, fifteen thousand people, they stood on the Trafalgar Square for three hours. And they do not go to the church. So they must have seen there is something. Otherwise, how people taken so much interest. And there is, actually.

Bali Mardana: Yes. Just like in the San Francisco paper they admitted, "This is the most popular festival."

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. San Francisco also. Fifteen thousand people attended my lecture silently. So they are seeing now there is something in this movement, and if this movement, it is allowed to go on without any objection, then Christianity will be finished. That is the conspiracy behind it. That lecture is recorded? The, which I gave in the, that society of the priests and...

Satsvarüpa: The fathers?

Prabhupäda: Yes. So you can hear that lecture, how it was. They appreciated so much. We have no disrespect for Christianity. (pause) At least, expose our so-called Indian ambassador and others... Approach them, that "Help us. What is this? What for you are here?" Even they do not allow by agitation, make the movement very important. Make profit this side or that side. That is businessman. The businessman makes profit when the price is going down and when the price is going up. They make their profit. That is businessman. Just like our Tripuräri, he goes on selling his book in any condition. He finds out some means how to sell in this condition. This is intelligence, how to deal in different circumstances and make profit. That is brain. And if you make condition, "If these conditions are there, then I can make business," that is foolishness.
Brahmänanda: You told me that when I came from Pakistan to India. I was complaining how difficult it was, but you said that a businessman makes profit in any circumstances.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is business. They are... Police has no eyes to see that the Bala-Krishna (Guru Maharaji) is regularly cheating. Any man can understand.   
Jayatértha: Yes.

Prabhupäda: There is no stoppage of that... Yes. And here, stoppage. Just see. It is clear conspiracy. It is not that police. Police cannot be so powerful that he can stop. If there was any discrepancy, why did not they take step that "You have done... You have violated the rules." They should have prosecuted us. Now, without saying anything at that time, now want to stop it.                          

Jayatértha: It's just their tactic.

Prabhupäda: It is tactic. They're factually seeing that "These people, they have brought some Jagannätha and thousands of people following it. And nobody's coming to our church?" It is very common sense thing. The church is being closed. And all the young men, they are joining. Not old men, old fools. No. All young, flourishing, young men are joining. So they want to stop it now. (pause) Take it. (break)

Madhukänta: ...regard, Çréla Prabhupäda, you said that we are making counter-propaganda against mäyä, and that mäyä will make propaganda very strong.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Madhukänta: So we must become very sincere devotees or...

Prabhupäda: Unless we are very sincere, we cannot cope with mäyä. That is not possible. If you remain a servant of mäyä, you cannot conquer over mäyä. You must be very sincere servant of Kåñëa. Then you can conquer. Mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. It is clearly said. Otherwise you are subjected to the tricks of mäyä.
Bahuläçva: Unless one surrenders to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Then you can get rid of mäyä's tricks. Otherwise, you may dress yourself like anything, but you are simply mäyä's servant. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura has sung one... Ei ota kalir chelä: "Here is another disciple of Kali." Nake tilaka galai mälä. "He has got tilaka on the nose and mälä, kaëöhi, also." Sahaja bhajana kache mamu saìge lana pare bhalo: "And he's, he has become a Vaiñëava by illicit sex." This is stated by Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. "Here is a Kali's chelä. He has dressed like a Vaiñëava, but he is doing his bhajan with illicit sex." Sahaje bhajana kache mamu saìge lana pare bhalo. You know? There is a class of sahajiyäs?

Bali Mardana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Vaiñëavas. Just like, dress like Rüpa Gosvämé, loincloth, and, but three dozen women behind him.

Bali Mardana: Yes, gopés.
Prabhupäda: So Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura: "Here is a disciple of Kali. He has tilaka and he has kunti and he's doing this nonsense." Eita kalir chela. (pause)

Bahuläçva: So the purport is that one must strictly follow the principles?

Prabhupäda: You do not understand that?

Bahuläçva: Yes.

Prabhupäda: You are asking after twelve thousand years? I am speaking always that. And still you are questioning?

Bali Mardana: Should I call immediately or wait till after class?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bali Mardana: Should I call Haàsadüta immediately or wait until after class?

Prabhupäda: That is, you use your discrimination. What I can say?

Bahuläçva: They have no brain for understanding Kåñëa. That only comes from milk?             Prabhupäda: Milk?

Bahuläçva: To have a good brain for understanding Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Not eating so much...Especially for devotee, too much eating is very, very bad. Atyähäraù prayäsaç ca prajalpo niyamägrahaù [NoI 2]. Too much eating is very bad.
Bali Mardana: They should only take what is necessary.

Prabhupäda: And too much collecting money also. That is also not good.

Çré Caitanya-caritämåta, Ädi-lélä, First Chapter Two Verse 5 (circa 1974/1975) 
Furthermore, Lord Caitanya is also the master of all wealth, strength, fame, beauty, knowledge and renunciation because He is Çré Kåñëa Himself. He is described as pürëa, or complete. In the feature of Lord Caitanya, the Lord is an ideal renouncer, just as Çré Räma was an ideal king. Lord Caitanya accepted the order of sannyäsa and exemplified exceedingly wonderful principles in His own life. No one can compare to Him in the order of sannyäsa. Although in Kali-yuga acceptance of the sannyäsa order is generally forbidden, Lord Caitanya accepted it because He is complete in renunciation. Others cannot imitate Him but can only follow in His footsteps as far as possible. Those who are unfit for this order of life are strictly forbidden by the injunctions of the çästras to accept it. Lord Caitanya, however, is complete in renunciation as well as all other opulences. He is therefore the highest principle of the Absolute Truth.

Viàçati,(?) we are indebted to Paräçara Muni. He has given dharma- çästra. In this way, there are so many Vedic literatures, and we take advantage of it. Therefore we must be indebted. Deva, åñi, and bhüta. We are taking milk from the cows. Bhüta, äpta. Äpta, friends, relatives. We are taking advantage in the family from the father, from the mother, from the elderly brother, from the servant.

So in this way, you are all indebted. You cannot take any service from anyone without being indebted. You cannot take. You must be... So we are becoming entangled, complicated with indebtedness. That is called karma. If you don't pay bill, then you have to suffer. Then you have to suffer because you are taking simply. These rascals, they do not know. They are so much ungrateful. 
They are taking milk from the cows, and when the milk is no more supplied, "All right, send it to the slaughterhouse." 
Once he has taken milk, he's indebted; again, it is being killed by him. 
So how much he has become entangled in his karma he does not know.
Room Conversation                      February 12, 1975, Mexico

Guest (4): But is it possible to lead the life of a gåhastha and at the same time think of that?

Prabhupäda: Well, Arjuna was gåhastha and a king and a politician. If he could learn within half an hour the aim of life, then where is the difficulty for a gåhastha? Arjuna was not a sannyäsé. So it was spoken to him only, and Kåñëa selected that "You are the right person." So there is no question of gåhastha, sannyäsé. The person must be right to understand.

Guest (4): Is it possible to develop some such kind of psyche?

Prabhupäda: Yes, why not? Arjuna was not willing to fight. Then he developed; "Yes, I must fight for Kåñëa." That is development.

Guest (4): So there is no conflict between the...

Prabhupäda: Gåhastha is also äçrama. It is as good as sannyäsa äçrama. You can accept any äçrama suitable for you, but äçrama means cultivation of spiritual knowledge. That is the difference between äçrama and ordinary house. Now, this building is called temple, and the next building is called house. Why? The building is the same. But it is meant for cultivating spiritual knowledge. Therefore it is called temple, to understand God. The other house is meant for eating, sleeping, mating and defending. Therefore they are house. So you can change your house into temple provided you try to understand God. Then it is äçrama. Otherwise it is house.

Guest (4): But is it possible to jump from brahmacäré to directly sannyäsa?
Prabhupäda: It is not jumping. It is regular process.
Guest (4): One should go through all the...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like student. 
Then he becomes a family man when he's grown up. 

Then he becomes again a sannyäsé. 

So it is a process. It is not jumping. One after another.

Guest (4): Yes, but would you allow one of the devotees to, if he wants to, observe celibacy and then...

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is brahmacäré.
Guest (4): And after that...

Prabhupäda: After that, he should continue the life of celibacy. But if he is unable, then he's allowed to marry.

Guest (4): Because (Sanskrit). You cannot suppress your karma.
Prabhupäda: There is no question of supressing. Regulating.
Guest (5): Do the same rules apply to women as to men?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, 

that in the society women, working class, and the mercantile class, 

they are, according to Vedic scripture, they are less intelligent, women, working class 

and mercantile men. 

Just like merchant..., they are after money ,that's all. 
(ED: vaisya: wealth on the basis of cow and bull protection)

And çüdra, they want, after job. 

And women means they are after fulfilling their material desires. 

They have no other idea, that there is Brahmän, one should know Brahmän... 

They do not care to know. 
Therefore they are called çüdras, stri, çüdra, vaiçya. Yes. Vaiçya. So Kåñëa says,

mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù
striyo vaiçyäs tathä çüdräs te 'pi yänti paräà gatim
So it is not blocked for anyone. Anyone can get Kåñëa consciousness. Anyone can go back to home, back to Godhead, provided you follow the regulative principle.
(ED: chanting sixteen rounds minimum DAILY, strictly following the FOUR regulative principles AND  cooperate by perfectly following their occupational duties of varnasrama dharma: minimizing expenditure and eating on the basis of cow and bull protection)

Then it is possible for everyone. 

It doesn't matter whether he's woman, whether he's working class, whether he's a çüdra or a brähmaëa. It doesn't matter. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, that "Even they can go. And what to speak of the brähmaëas?" Kià punar brähmaëäù puëyä bhaktä räjarñayaù... 

If the brähmaëas, they cultivate spiritual knowledge, it becomes very easy for them. Even they can go, çüdras, stri, vaiçya. These are all the statement.

Guest (5): Can a woman become sannyäsé?
Prabhupäda: Why sannyäsé? Kåñëa says, mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya. He does not say to become sannyäsé. He said, "One who takes shelter of Me very firmly..." We have to take shelter of Kåñëa. You become sannyäsé or not sannyäsé--it doesn't matter. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Kåñëa says, mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. He never says that "You become sannyäsé." He never said. The qualification is how to become firmly fixed up at the lotus feet of Kåñëa. That is qualification. But sannyäsé is a process. Brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha--that is a process. But one who takes directly shelter of Kåñëa is above all these processes.

mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena sevate
sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate
Those who are pure devotees—

avyabhicäreëi, anyäbhiläñitä-çünyaà jïäna-karmädy-anävåtam—

such persons are above this material infection. 

So therefore he doesn't require to accept sannyäsa or brahmacäré. He doesn't... 

These are gradual processes, 

to come to the varëäçrama system, then accept the varëa and äçramas, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha. This is called varëäçrama system. But this is the beginning of human life. One who does not take to this system, he's animal because animal, there is no such system. And because in this age the varëäçrama is not observed, therefore men are like animals. Dharmeëa hénä pañubhiù samänäù. Dharma means this varëäçrama-dharma.

 Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. 

So if the human society does not accept dharma, then he's as good as animal.

Morning Walk                          February 21, 1975, Caracas

Hådayänanda: ...ask a lot that if there could be a Kåñëa conscious society, would this mean to stop the industry and technology?

Prabhupäda: Industry, technology you can continue, but practically it has no use. (break) Just like there is the bench, you can sit down on the ground, and to sit down little comfortably you manufacture the bench. 

So for sitting down, you can utilize the ground, but you are unnecessarily wasting your time and manufacturing... This is industry. (break) 

...philosophy is that 

we have to save time for becoming fully Kåñëa conscious. 

That is our necessity. 

And if we divert our energy for sitting down comfortably, then time is wasted. That... 

There is natural mattress, and there is a natural pillow, 

so why should you manufacture pillow and mattress? 

This is Sukadeva Gosvämé. 

And there is natural food, fruits. So... 

And if you want still nice home, go to the cave. 

It is already made. 

Why should you waste your time? 

This is the Bhägavata philosophy. 

But they are wasting time simply how to live in nice apartment, how to manufacture nice mattress, pillow. This is... 

So the whole philosophy is: 

save your time and make your life perfect 

within this short duration of life which you have obtained 

in this human form of life. 

Durlabhaà manusaà janma. It is very rarely you have got. Utilize it. And if you don't utilize, if you waste your time in these bodily comforts and next life you become a cat and dog, then what is the benefit? They do not understand this. (break)

Hådayänanda: ...sometimes they raise... Just like you pointed out in the preface of the Bhägavatam that we're no longer in the Dark Ages in the sense that previously there was no communication due to the geographical boundaries and that even though other forms of technology may be useless, at least it's very beneficial to have different forms of communication such as telephone, telegraph, things like this, television. This is actually necessary.

Prabhupäda: But that you can utilize for spreading Kåñëa consciousness, not for sense gratification. That is the defect. They are simply wasting time in sense gratification. If the telephone and the telegraph, television is used for propagating Kåñëa consciousness, then it is all right. But they are not doing that. We are utilizing the modern press facilities for printing Vedic scriptures. But they are utilizing the press for sex literature, Freud's philosophy. (break)

Hådayänanda: ...policy towards the problem of overpopulation and food shortage in the world now when the world leaders are not willing to do anything? What is our policy towards these problems?

Prabhupäda: Produce food. But you are producing bolts and nuts. 
You eat them. 
Motor tire, you are producing motor tire, bolts and nuts. You eat it. (Hådayänanda translates into Spanish) (laughter) 
The energy is spoiled, creating problem. 
Everyone is engaged in manufacturing motor parts.

Guest: (Hådayänanda translates) He's saying that he himself is involved with political leaders, and he said he's found that they're completely unwilling. They don't want to hear anything about the solution, and they're completely stuck to their own way. So what can ISKCON do...

Prabhupäda: They will suffer, that's all.

Hådayänanda: He said is there anything we can do in the political field to try to...

Prabhupäda: If they will not take, they don't want to hear, then they must suffer.
Hådayänanda: He's saying all the human race is suffering due to the bad points of the leaders.

Prabhupäda: Yes, because the rascal leaders.
Hådayänanda: So there's nothing that we should do? (break) This food relief program that you started in India could also be used in other countries where there are also economic problems.

Prabhupäda: Why not? But prasädam, not ordinary food. From all our centers you can distribute food, prasädam, because that prasädam means they will gradually become Kåñëa conscious. Otherwise if you give them ordinary food, they will get strength, and they will increase their sex desire, that's all, problems. (break)

Hådayänanda: ...the movement who previously had been expert in mathematics, how could he use that for Kåñëa's service if he's expert in mathematics?

Prabhupäda: Mathematics? So you can calculate, "After so many years the whole universe will be destroyed." (laughter) Not of the universe but everyone's life. This body will be destroyed. Bhütvä bhütvä praléyate. And again you get another body. It will stay for so many years. Again you annihilate. Again you get. In this way eternal time is being wasted.

Hådayänanda: In the modern world the engineers are designing everything. So how can an engineer use his talent for Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Design a temple, nice temple. There are wonderful temples, very expert engineering. And they were ordinary men but the engineer was so nice that nobody can manufacture such temple in the whole world, still.

Hådayänanda: Prabhupäda, that was really wonderful, what you explained, that previously the people would build a very wonderful temple, and the ordinary people would just live in a very common, simple house.

Prabhupäda: Not for themselves. They knew the art how to manufacture nice building, but they did not care for personal use. It was used for Kåñëa. Sometimes only the kings, in order to keep their position, they used to have gorgeous building. Otherwise ordinary men, cottage. (break) 

To live in cottage  means to save time.

Mexican devotee: Çréla Prabhupäda, in one of the magazines I read that there was a saint who he didn't even construct a rug?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Romaharñaëa. (break) Bhagavad-gétä it is said, yajïäd bhavanti parjanyaù, yajïäd bhavanti parjanyaù. If there is timely cloud and rainfall, this ground can be moistened very easily. But they won't perform yajïa; therefore there is scarcity of cloud and rain. Now they have to manufacture this sprinkler. And it is not perfect. (break)

Hådayänanda: Another question, Prabhupäda. He said that you have stated that Kali-yuga will last for around 400,000 more years and then it will be finished and that the culture will gradually degrade, people will become very short and so on and so forth. So he's wondering if there will be geographical changes in the world or if the culture as we know it now will simply disappear and how the people will be... More or less, he's wondering what will become of the earth.

Prabhupäda: Because they will not get sufficient food, shelter, bodily necessities. Just like it is already declining, already declining. Just formerly in our childhood we saw the Western people very tall. Now they are not tall. They are decreasing already. (break) In the Western countries, still there are some but in other countries they are very lean, thin and drawn. Stature of the body will decrease. Memory will decrease. It is already taking place. So in this way, you just imagine, in 400,000 years after, what will be the condition. You take mathematical calculation. (laughter) (break)

Hådayänanda: He's asking again about geographically, what will it be like as far as temperatures and the different continents. That's what he's interested in.

Prabhupäda: Yes, gradually everything will be barren. At the end of annihilation everything will be barren and by scorching the sunlight will be twelve times higher. So everything will be barren and burned into ashes.

Devotee: Hiraëyäkña was taking the gold from the earth. Now they are taking the oil. So the weight, the oil makes weight in some parts of the globe, no? So when they take it and they put it some place else or they convert it in the earth, the earth is losing weights in some parts. That is no going to cause...

Prabhupäda: I think I have explained this. Instead of contemplating what will happen to this world, you have got a short duration of life, say fifty, sixty years. You chant Hare Kåñëa and go back to home, back to Godhead. Don't consider what will happen to this world. The nature will take care of it. You don't puzzle your brain with these thoughts. You utilize whatever time you have got in your possession and go back to home, back to Godhead. (break) You cannot check it. Best thing is that you mold your life and go back to home, back to Godhead. "Oil in your own machine." Instead of thinking what will happen... They will happen. Because people will go on with their rascal civilization, natural consequences will be there. You better take advantage of whatever time you have got and become fully Kåñëa conscious and go back to home. (break) ...and we are thinking, "You are crazy. You are losing the opportunity of life." Therefore I wrote that "Who is Crazy?" They have got this opportunity, human form of life, to make a solution of all problems, but they do not care for it. They are simply allured, the temporary happiness of this body, and the body will finish within some years. That they do not take care. They think it is all in all, body.

Hådayänanda: So that's animal life.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Animal civilization. The animal is running without motor car. We are running on motor car. That is the difference. (break) ...smallpox. One who does not know the science, he will say accidental. It is not accidental. You contaminated the disease somewhere, and now it is visible, manifest. There is nothing like accident. Otherwise why it is Brahma-saàhitä says, sarva-käraëa-käraëam. Käraëa means cause. Everything has got cause. The ultimate cause is Kåñëa. (break) The cause is petrol, oil, but what is the cause of this petrol, they do not know.

Hådayänanda: That would be real science to know the cause of the petrol.

Prabhupäda: Yes. How petrol is produced in so large quantity? Who has made this arrangement? How it is producing? They are not interested.

Hådayänanda: So as you were saying then, just to manipulate the petrol in different ways, that's like the art, as you've been saying.

Prabhupäda: That's all. You cannot produce petrol. Just like gold is already there, manufactured by God. You can make only different types of ornaments, that's all. Everything. This metal covering of this body, you have not produced this metal. They are like the carpenter. The carpenter has not produced the wood nor the metal instrument nor himself, but he is working. This body is also not produced by him. That is also made by Kåñëa. His intelligence is also made by Kåñëa. Kåñëa is giving the body. Kåñëa is giving the intelligence. Kåñëa is giving the wood. Kåñëa is giving the instrument. Now, if you produce some furniture, to whom it will belong? To the carpenter or to the supplier of everything? Who will enjoy it? Who will enjoy it? If the carpenter claims that "I have done it," that is foolishness. 
You have done it as a worker, and you have been supplied with everything, your intelligence, your food, your instrument, your ingredient. 
Therefore the supplier should be the proprietor, not the carpenter. 
That is real philosophy.
Hådayänanda: That's practically the law everywhere.

Prabhupäda: Everywhere.

Hådayänanda: Carpenter comes and he pays him.

Prabhupäda: And he is given payment. 
He is given food, shelter, everything, to work for Kåñëa. 
Now Kåñëa, bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäm. Whatever activities are going on there, 
the enjoyer is Kåñëa, nobody else.

Hådayänanda: So that's like a new light that you have given. I noticed in your lectures that you were always saying that these things were art. It took a while for me to understand it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Nothing belongs to you. 
Why should you claim it is yours? They are claiming North America "ours," South America "ours." So how it became yours? It was already there, and you came as a immigrant, and it becomes yours? (break) Karmés, they are claiming, "It is our property." And the jïänés, they are living that "This is mithyä," and give it up. Both of them in the wrong. It is created by somebody, how you can say mithyä, false? Mäyävädé says, brahma satyaà jagan mithyä: "The whole cosmic manifestation is false." How it is false? And karmés, they are claiming unnecessarily, "It is mine." Creator is different person, and he is claiming, "mine". That is also false.

Hådayänanda: So they are both envious of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: They do not know Kåñëa. Foolish. (end)

Room Conversation(2)                    March 1, 1975, Atlanta

Prabhupäda: That is the Vedic description. The religious principles cannot be manufactured by anyone within this universe. It is the codes or laws given by God. That is religion. That means we have to know who is God, what is His desire, and we have to abide by that. That is religion. Just like a good citizen means he knows the government and the government laws and he abides by it. Then he is good citizen. Otherwise he is criminal. If he does not abide by the laws of the state, he is criminal. Similarly, if one does not abide by the orders or the codes or the laws of God, he is Satan or demon. Haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëä. Therefore anyone who is disobedient to God, he cannot have any good qualification. And yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcanä sarvair guëais tatra samäsate suraù. And one who is devotee, abiding by the orders of God, he has got all the good qualification of God's. 

Therefore, the duty of the state, duty of the father, duty of the teacher, everyone, those who are guardians—

they should teach their subordinate how to become faithful to God. 

This one qualification will make him perfect. 

That is not being done. Everyone is godless mostly. And therefore there is problems, chaotic condition. Nobody is abiding by the supreme law. Everyone is creating his own law. That is the trouble.

So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is meant 

for making the human society 

law-abiding citizen of the laws given by God.
So that is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä.
Kåñëa, God, is giving, "You do like this." If we do like that... Or take even Bible. If we follow strictly, then we become happy. So, am I right or wrong? What is your opinion?

Guest (1) (Indian gentleman): You are very right in saying this because we cannot solve any problem. The problems keep on multiplying. When we solve one problem, there are twenty ahead of us.

Prabhupäda: Our first problem is, 

because we have got this material body, eating. 

Everyone must eat. 

So Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni: "If there is sufficient food grains, then both man and animal, they become happy."

Therefore our  first  religion is to produce food grain sufficiently to feed everyone. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva. 

(Ed: “everyone” means ONLY those cooperating as devotees in the four varnas)

This matter has been entrusted to the vaiçyas. (Ed: NOT sudras)
They should produce sufficient food (Ed: engaging the bulls)

and give protection to the cows for sufficient milk.
Then the whole human Society, (Ed:  ALL devotees strictly following the primary principles AND trained up in the four sastric varnas subsisting on THAT foodstuff)

animal society, will be happy. 
But we are disobeying the orders or the rules given by God. Instead of producing food, we are producing motorcars. And motor tires, motor parts. And so many other things. And therefore people are starving. 

The manual labor is being misused.
We are disobeying the orders of God. Therefore we are unhappy.

I have seen all over the world. There are enough space for producing food grains. And if we actually produce food grain, we can maintain ten times of the present population of the whole world. There is no question of scarcity because God has created everything complete. Pürëam idaà pürëam ädäya pürëät pürëam udacyate. There cannot be any defect in the creation of God. We have created these defects on account of our disobeying the orders of God.

God never said that "motorcar-äd bhavanti bhütäni." He never says.

But instead of producing food grains, we are producing so many unwanted things. 

People's energy is engaged for... Just like in America or in every country, so much energy and resources are engaged for preparing war materials. 

And that means there must be war. 

And you must be killed; I must be killed. 

You will kill me; I will kill you. That's all.

Therefore God says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
The human society should be divided into four classes of men: 

the most intelligent class, brähmaëa; 

the next intelligent class, kñatriya; 

then next intelligent class, vaiçyas; 

and the fourth-class men, 
who cannot become brähmaëa, neither kñatriya, nor vaiçya, 

they are called çüdra. 
Çüdra is meant for giving service to the others. 

Paricaryätmakaà karyaà çüdra-karma svabhäva-jam. So in this age, 99% people are engaged as çüdra, working for others. No independence.

Otherwise brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, they are independent.

They are nobody's servant. But at the present moment, education means how to become expert servant. That means çüdra. So we cannot expect any good things from çüdra. That is not possible. Formerly there was monarchy, and the kings were called räjarñis, saintly king. Imaà räjarñayo viduù. These instruction are meant for the räjarñis, not for the çüdras.
So the räjarñis, they would take instruction from superior authority,

brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas, and they will accordingly rule over.

And the vaiçyas would produce food grains sufficiently and milk sufficiently. 

(Ed: all varnas trained up to cooperate to subsist on the vaisyas’ foodstuffs on the basis of krsi-raksya and go-raksya by giving direction for charity, protection for tax, labor or barter with other necessities.)

People would eat very nicely, and they keep their health fit 

and save time for understanding his relationship with God.

That is perfect  civilization.

Room Conversation with Bernard Manischewitz              March 5, 1975, New York

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is experience. You will find many healthy persons in India subsisting only on these foodstuffs, and they have good brain also. India is still, I think, eighty percent people are strictly vegetarian. Not to speak of the higher class, but the lower class also. The higher class, brähmaëa, kñatriya and vaiçya. Vaiçya is via media, between higher and lower. And the çüdras and less that the çüdras, caëòälas, they are lower class. So meat-eating is current among these lower class of men, çüdras and caëòälas. The caëòälas, they have no discrimination, they eat everything, and çüdras, they eat meat, but under restriction. Some of them do not; some of them do, but under restriction, and that is restricted with the goat animal. Less than the çüdras-caëòälas, païcama, fifth grade—they eat everything. Especially they eat—

because cow protection in India is very strict (Ed: so where is the opportunity to purchase milk products from unprotected cows?)

—so these caëòälas, fifth grade men, they eat generally pigs. Pigs they eat. Outside the village, they have their residential quarters, and they fry live pigs. And they make... Not daily; sometimes. But they eat pigs, and 

amongst them, there is a class—they are cobblers—

they eat this cows' flesh when the animal is dead, 

not living and we'll kill.
Bernard Manischewitz: He dies his own natural death?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because the higher class, they keep cows, they maintain, but after all, the animal will die. 

So when the animal dies, they call for this cobbler class, and he takes away the dead cows. 

So he gets out the skin, hooves, bones and flesh, they eat, and this skin is tanned by them, and they prepare shoes. So they get their raw material without any price.

Bernard Manischewitz: I see, yes. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: They are poor class. 

So our program, "When he will die," so they wait for the death of the animal and get the skin, hoof, bones, they make trade. (to devotee:) So what is this key, the elmira?

Devotee: No, that is a little spoon for your tilaka.

Prabhupäda: Oh. So cow is very important animal. So from religious point of view, or from economic point of view, 

cows are not allowed, in the Vedic civilization, to be killed. 

The meat-eaters, they are everywhere, all over the world, 

but in India meat-eating is allowed—the fifth class, fifth grade community, they eat these cows when it is dead. 

And the çüdra class, they also eat meat restrictively, goats. That is only under certain restriction, means sacrifice. The goat is sacrificed in the Goddess Kali's temple, and they eat. 

This is very dangerous, this sacrifice. It is very dangerous. It creates all sinful men. 

In the Christian religion also, it is said, "Thou shall not kill," and they are killing. So what kind of Christians they are?

Bernard Manischewitz: Do they kill them in a slaughterhouse?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bernard Manischewitz: Do they kill them in a slaughterhouse? The goats?

Prabhupäda: No.

Bernard Manischewitz: Like a sacrifice.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bernard Manischewitz: I see.

Prabhupäda: Sacrifice means restriction. One meaning of sacrifice is: if you believe in the çästra, the animal is going to get next life as a human being. Because he is being sacrificed under Vedic rituals, so he is given promotion immediately, to human life. So he is not loser. His body being sacrificed before the deity, he gets the opportunity of getting a human life immediately, for which he had to wait perhaps thousands and thousands of years, because the evolution will go. Of course, after animal life the next life is human life. So anyway, he is given the concession to get a human form of body immediately after this body is destroyed, and with the right that he has the right to kill the man who has killed him. That mantra is cited, that "He was sacrificing your life, so you get immediately human form of body, and you can kill this man." So this is the Vedic rituals. Another animal sacrifice is there just to make experiment of the Vedic mantra. An animal is sacrificed in the altar, and he is given again life, rejuvenated life. An old cow sacrificed, and he gets a youth, young (body). If the animal comes out alive, then it is to be considered that the Vedic mantras are being recited correctly. Not to kill and eat, no, no, that is not the purpose. Just like in laboratories, they make some experiment on the animal, similarly this is like that. The animal is sacrificed, and he is rejuvenated in young life. Old life is sacrificed, and he gets a new body. Then it is to be understood that in this ritualistic ceremony the mantras are chanted correctly. That is their power. But because in this age such learned brähmaëas are not available, therefore it is stopped. No more. There is a verse in the Puräëas,

açvamedhaà gavälambhaà sannyäsaà pala-paitåkam devareëa sutotpattià kalau païca vivarjayet In this age of Kali, five things should be avoided: one is performing sacrifice by offering cows; performing sacrifice by offering horse; and oblation offering to the forefathers with meat; and then to get child by the husband's younger brother. Maybe it was practiced formerly. According to Vedic rituals, the husband's wife... That is permanent relation; there is no divorce, nothing of the sort. But in case of the husband being sick or dead, the women was allowed, if she has no children, to get children by the husband's younger brother. Devareëa. That is also now not allowed. So these five things are not allowed in this age, Kali-yuga: sacrifice offering cows, sacrifice offering horse, sannyäsa—renouncing family life—sannyäsa order, offering oblations with meat to the forefathers, and begetting children through the husband's younger... These five items are forbidden.

Prabhupäda: ...and standing naked, that those who are fond of nudie-ism, they can get in next life. "All right, you stand naked for many years." This is the punishment. Human society, naked, that is their punishment.

Jayatértha: And during the winter they even lose their leaves...

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayatértha: During the winter, when it's coldest, they lose their leaves.

Prabhupäda: The trees are taken to be the most tolerant. Tåëäd api sunécena taror api sahiñëunä. There is an extreme example of tolerance, this tree life.

Dayänanda: In one of the purports in Bhägavatam you mention that first comes humility, then nonviolence and then tolerance.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dayänanda: Is it also mentioned that in other places in our çästra?

Prabhupäda: There are many places. Hare Kåñëa. (break) ...is given for practicing God consciousness, and they have become advanced civilized, they are cultivating nudie-ism. Is it not? Nudie-ism. So the punishment is that "All right, you become nudie, you remain standing in one place, for five thousand years." (laughter) That is right. The trees live up till five thousand years. They live.

Viñëujana: Prabhupäda? But they argue that if God wanted us to wear clothes He would have made us with clothes. But He made us without clothes, so...

Prabhupäda: The thing is that here material world means that whatever you want, you have to work for it. That is material world. 

Things are there, but  you have to work for it. 

In the spiritual world there is no need of working. You get all necessities. That is the difference.

Viñëujana: Yeah, we could say, "If God wanted you to have food, then He would have made you with food too." (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Viñëujana: They say, "If God wanted us to have clothes, that He would have made us with clothes." So if He wanted you to have food, then He would have made you with food. Why do you have to go out and get your food? Similarly, you have to go out and get your clothes.

Prabhupäda: No, this is called... What is the definition in the Viñëu Puräëa? Avidyä-karma-samjïänyä tåtéya çaktir iñyate. Avidyä... viñëu-çaktiù parä proktä kñetrajïäkhyä tathä parä avidyä-karma-samjïänya tåtéya çaktir iñyate

The three divisions of God's energies. One energy is His spiritual energy; another energy--these living entities, they are also spiritual; another energy--material energy, where there is ignorance and work. That is material energy. In the material energy everyone is ignorant and they have to work. Karma. Karma means working. Avidyä-karma-samjïänya tåtéya. So here you have to work. Without working, you cannot get your... The things are ready, but you will have to work. 

So they have increased the working capability. 

That is civilization. 

Just like in the prisonhouse you have to work. Eh? 

So they think this working is civilization. 

This is avidyä. So therefore they have created more work. From early morning, five o'clock, till ten o'clock, simply working. They do not know that "This working is our punishment." But because ignorant, they think that "Working is life." This is called ignorance. 

He does not know, "This working is my punishment. 

How to get out of this work?" No. 

To increase the work more, complicate, that is civilization. 

This is called avidya. Avidyä-karma-samjïänya. Our tendency is not to work but get things. Therefore he has asked that question. Because he has to get cloth by working, therefore he asking, "Why God has not created?" That means tendency is not to work. That is spiritual tendency. Everything, necessities, automatically available. That is our... Therefore as soon as one man becomes rich, he does not work. He gets his thing by working others. The tendency is there, to retire from work. They go to a solitary place. They retire. They do not go out. Weekly, at least, they want to stop worker, working. So why this tendency? He does not want to die. He does not want to work. This is spiritual. Why man should work like... 

Therefore real civilization is that minimize  work. 

Minimize work, save time, and go back to your spiritual life. 

That is civilization. 

And this is not civilization, to get the necessities of life, sense gratification, and work like hog and dog. That is condemned. Näyaà deho deha-bhäjäà nåloke kañöan kämän arhate viò-bhujäà ye. This human life is not meant for working so hard for sense gratification which are done by the dogs and hogs. Human life is meant: tapo divyaà putrakä yena sattvaà çuddhyed. Human life is for tapasya. 

Why tapasya? 

Yena sattvaà çuddhyed: their existence will be purified. Then you will get unlimited pleasure. Yato brahma-saukhyam anantam. 

We are seeking after unlimited pleasure. So that is not possible in this material life. 

And we are thinking, "By working very hard, like hogs and dogs, we will get happiness." This is... The dogs and hogs, they work day and night for searching out where is stool, and as soon as he gets stool, he becomes very strong and stout. Then sex. Never mind, the mother, sister, daughter. This is hog life. Therefore this particular animal has been... Kañöan kämän arhate viò-bhujäà ye. Viò-bhujäà means this hog, stool-eater. So this human life is not meant for imitating the stool-eater hogs. This is in the Bhägavata. But they have imitated this, "We shall work. Work like hard work, hoglike, and there is no discrimination of food. All sorts of nonsense we shall eat, and in this way we shall get strong and have sex life. Never mind whether he is mother, sister, or daughter. It doesn't matter." This is the modern civilization. And that is warned in the Bhägavata, "No, this is not life." But this has become actually the life, modern civilized life. Therefore it is called avidya, not education, contra-education. (break) 

...says, make life very comfortable. 

Just produce little food grains, and there are fruits. 

Even if you don't produce food grain, 

You can live on  fruits and milk. (Ed: “that YOU produce” through COOPERATION)

No. The milk source? Cut down their throat, cows, and eat the meat. There is no need of food grain or fruit. This is civilization. And thus becoming duñkåtina, all the brain is being utilized for sinful life. Duñkåtina means intelligence applied for sinful life. Kåti, kåti means meritorious. But their merit has been applied for acting sinfully. Therefore they are called duñkåtina. (break) "...by the orders of Christ we shall commit all kinds of sin, and Christ has taken contract. He will take our sin." That's all. Is it not?

Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Do they not say like that?

Devotee: That's what they say.

Prabhupäda: "Poor Christ, he has to suffer for all the sinful activities, and he wanted to save us from sin, gave his  injunction. That we shall not care." This is Christian religion. 

And therefore they have to close down this hypocrisy. (break) 

That Melbourne meeting, some of you were with me? No. In Melbourne I was invited by some, many priests. Twice I was invited. The first meeting I am speaking. So there was a good meeting, all respectable priests. So they asked me that "Why Christian religion is dwindling? What we have done?" So I asked them that "What you have not done?" (laughter) So they were not very much pleased. But I, in the open meeting, I said, 

"What you have not done? 

You have done all sinful activities. 

Therefore you have to close down this hypocrisy now." 

That was my answer, "What you have not done?" Now they are sorry, "What we have done?" That is called ignorance. They have done everything all sinful. 

They do not know that is sinful. (break) ...Bible, "Thou shall not kill," and they will not obey. That is sinful. Everything is there clearly, Ten Commandments, but they will not do that. Willful sinners. One may act sinfully, unaware. But they are willfully sinners. They know this is sin, and still they are doing.

Devotee: But they don't think it is sin, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee: They don't think it is sin.

Prabhupäda: Why?

Viñëujana: They say that...

Prabhupäda: That means they are rascals.

Viñëujana: Yeah, that's the problem.

Prabhupäda: That means they are rascals.

Viñëujana: They want to gratify their senses, and they'll do anything and even misinterpret the scripture to gratify their senses.

Prabhupäda: That means a set of rascals, going on in the name of religion. So how long they can cheat others? So you can cheat all for some time, and you can cheat some for all time, but not all for all time. (laughter)

Devotee: Is it all right to... You mentioned that to work hard is like... Because we're in the material world we have to work, this is the condemnation...

Prabhupäda: No, no. You have to work, but minimize work.

Devotee: I was wondering if it was all right to work hard for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

To minimize this material work means the energy should be employed for Kåñëa. 

Minimize work this, means this side, material side. 

And save time and chant Hare Kåñëa. That's all. 

That is the principle. And if you are busy from the early morning to go to the working place and up to ten o'clock, then where you get for chanting, time? So therefore 

you save time from material activities and engage it for advancing Kåñëa consciousness. 

That is life.
Rämeçvara: But the Communists, they also argue that this Christian religion is hypocrisy. It has not brought peace on earth. So they also want to abolish it.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Rämeçvara: They also want to abolish religion, this Christian religion, and just have a...

Prabhupäda: That is bad experience. They have got bad experience from this so-called Christian religion, and they have no information that there is need of religion. Therefore they want to abolish. Everyone has got bad experience, and they are a little forward, that "Finish it." That's it.

Rämeçvara: They say that the problems of the world are so great that unless people have allegiance to one world government, they will not be able to be solved.

Prabhupäda: That we say, that Kåñëa is the supreme governor...
Rämeçvara: Jaya.

Prabhupäda: ...and take shelter of Him. Then everything will be solved. That we are preaching.

Rämeçvara: They have missed that point.

Prabhupäda: Ah. Ekala éçvara kåñëa ara saba bhåtya. "Only master is Kåñëa. Everyone is servant." Accept this principle and everything will be all right immediately. Immediately. 

If you study the whole Bhagavad-gétä, 

where is any word there which you can refute or which is not good for you? 

Study whole Bhagavad-gétä. 

All practical and very congenial for human civilization. 

Kåñëa teaches from the very beginning, "First of all learn what you are. You are not this body. You are within this body." Now, who knows this? This is the first study. As soon as you understand that "I am not this body, I am within this body," immediate you understand what is spirit. Then your spiritual knowledge advances further. But these rascals, they do not know what is spirit, what is spiritual knowledge.

Devotee: They think that cows don't have a spirit.

Prabhupäda: They may think like anything, rascal. Do you believe that?

Devotee: Yes, they have spirit...

Prabhupäda: No, you believe it or not? They say, but whether you believe it or not?

Devotee: The spirit soul makes the body work. That's evidence that the spirit's inside.

Prabhupäda: Yes, how you can say there is no spirit? You have got spirit. Your body is moving. You are walking. You are eating. You are talking. And as soon as the spirit is gone, then it is dead matter, bulk. The hand is there; it will not work. The leg is there; it will not work. So where is the difference between the cow's body and your body? Come to human reasoning. You say there is no spirit, so how you say? Where is the difference between your body and cow's body?

Jayatértha: They say that the cow has no soul. Therefore we can eat the cow. But now they say that the man has no soul, so the conclusion is...

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Jayatértha: Previously they said the cow has no soul, so therefore we can eat the cow. But now they say that man has no soul.

Prabhupäda: Yes, therefore kill in the womb. That is killing, the abortion, killing. That means advance of... advancement of ignorance is accepted as advancement of civilization. Why? The beginning is that there is no spiritual knowledge. Therefore the so-called advancement of ignorance is accepted as advancement of civilization. That is due to want of that basic principle of spiritual knowledge. Hare Kåñëa. (devotees chant japa) (break)

Bhakta-rüpa: Perhaps that man thinks he has retired from working hard.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Bhakta-rüpa: Perhaps that man thinks he has retired from working hard. But still he is performing so many activities, material activities.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. What can he do? He has no other engagement. (laughter) He doesn't know that there is another engagement, spiritual life. He doesn't know. Ignorant. Karma-samjïä. That I was discussing, this ignorance. He thinks working is life, that's all. Hard work.

Jagadéça: Now he's working hard to put a ball in the hole.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He knows, "This is life." There is no other alternative. That is his ignorance. He cannot do it. Still, he is doing. You see? You know that when there was electric failure in New York? The statistics is that more women became pregnant. (laughter) But what they will do in the darkness? "Let us have sex." That's all. (laughter) (break)
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Prabhupäda: Yes, social work, this is the best social work. People are in ignorance, and we are giving them knowledge. Is it not the best social work? If you keep the man in ignorance and if you give him something... Just like your child. You simply give him to eat but no education. Then what is the benefit? Is that very good nice work, that you give your children nice food to become robust but no education? Is that very good nice work? People are, in this human form of life, especially meant for understanding God. Athäto brahma-jijïäsä. This is the Vedänta-sütra. So they are keeping them in darkness and teaching them technology, how to make cycle. That's all. The life is meant for understanding God, and they have been educated for making cycle and sewing machine. This is going on. 

Therefore there will be disaster. It is already there. 

Just like in America or any Western country, they have manufactured so many cars, and now they are flattering the Arabians, 

"Please give us oil." You see? Power crisis. 

And if they stop manufacturing, there is unemployment. And if they increase car, there is power shortage. 

So this dilemma, this modern civilization will have to meet this dilemma because they are going against the laws of God.

Reporter: You are not suggesting that all of that is just cut away completely, but that people...?

Prabhupäda: No, you require... 

First thing, you require to eat. 

So Kåñëa says that annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Produce sufficient grain, food grain, 

so that both the animal and the man, they will eat and become 

robust, stout, and strong. 

And they will be capable of working. 

So that is the first thing. 

But who is producing food grains? They are producing motor tires. When there is scarcity of food, will these motor tires help us? We shall eat motor tires? This is going on, so-called industrialization, producing unnecessary thing which is not required, and they are neglecting producing food grains. And I have estimated--I am traveling all over the world--that there are so much space even now that if you produce food grain, you can feed ten times of the population as it is. But they will not do that. They will create motorcars, and the whole street is congested. At any moment there can be accident, and if you have to go to consult a doctor, you have to go thirty miles off. Because the motorcar is there. I am diseased. I want to consult a doctor. So he must be in neighborhood. But I have to go thirty miles. And maybe, before going to the doctor, I may be finished, by accident. Anartha, it is called anartha. Anartha means unwanted things. So Bhägavata says, 

anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje
lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm
Because the rascals are simply creating unnecessary necessities of life, 

so their only remedy is bhakti-yoga. Bhakti-yogam adhokñaje. But people do not know it. Therefore vidvän, Vyäsadeva, he has made the sätvata-saàhitä, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, anartha upaçamam, 

to stop them acting nonsensically, simply producing problem.
Reporter: So it's just a question of when.

Prabhupäda: The book is there. You learn, and you be learned. It is already there.

Reporter: Do you foresee a time coming when people will realize...

Prabhupäda: It has already come, disaster.

Reporter: No, I mean a time coming when disaster is averted and people realize...

Prabhupäda: No, unless you take the real instruction, how you can stop disaster? You must agree to take the real instruction. If you don't agree, then you suffer. That is your business. 

But  the remedy is there. 

The instruction is there. 

Just like Bhagavad-gétä says, "Produce food grain." 

The remedy is there. 

But you will not produce food grain; 

you will produce motorcar. Then you must suffer. [ ]
Prabhupäda: That I do not know, but the remedy is there. (Ed: above) If you like, you can take it. If a man is suffering from some disease, 

the remedy is there, the physician is there, but if he does not take advantage, then that is his business. What can be done? This is very nice... Every Bhägavata, 

every line is so important.

Those who are high-grade personalities, they are always thinking, "How these rascals will be happy?" Their only business is that. 

But their instruction is not being accepted. 

That is the difficulty. 

They have been described as müòha. Müòha. This word, müòha, means rascals. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamaù [Bg. 7.15]. The lowest of the mankind, miscreants and rascals, these class of men will not accept God as the supreme.

FIRST the human society is divided into four: 

the brähmaëa, the kñatriya, the vaiçya, or the çüdra. 

The first-class intelligent man, they are educated as brähmaëa. 

Brähmaëa means satya çama dama titikña ärjava, jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. Just like we are training engineer, similarly, a class of men, those who are very intelligent, they should be trained up as brähmaëa. They should be trained up how to speak truth any circumstance. Even to the enemy he will speak truth. This requires training, not that foolishly, a cats' and dogs' life. What is the value of this life?

The modern civilization, they do not know how to live. 

They are simply interested in eating, and 

that's also any nonsense eating. (Ed: HOW it’s produced and WHO suffers for us)
But according to Vedic civilization, "This eating is first class. This eating is second class. This eating is third class. This eating is fourth class."

(Ed: what to speak of the unspeakable)

So many things required to correct  the mistaken way  of civilization.

THAT is Kåñëa consciousness.
Morning Walk                           March 11, 1975, London

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) ...men, 

brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya. First, second, third. 

Then fourth is the çüdras. 

And the fifth, caëòälas: no Vedic culture. They are caëòälas. 

So the Europeans, they were kñatriyas originally. 

On account of Paraçuräma's massacre process, they fled from India to European side. And Greece and Rome, they were given--I think, Turkey also--given to two sons of Mahäräja Yayäti. They refused the order of the father. The father was very licentious. So he begged from two sons that "You give me your youth." They refused. So therefore they were banished in this part of the world.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Into England.

Prabhupäda: Not England. Greece, Rome, Turkey. Next to India, they were civilized. So European race mostly come from that part. Caucasian. Kaçyapa Muni. Central India. Er, central... What is called? Asia, Asia.

Brahmänanda: Why it took Paraçuräma twenty-one times to defeat?

Prabhupäda: They were not properly doing their duties. So Paraçuräma said, "I will kill all of them."

Formerly kñatriyas were guided by the brähmaëas, 

even Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, all the rules and regulations.
But the brähmaëas were the legislative assembly.

And kñatriyas were the executive, 

and the vaiçyas, productive, 

and çüdras worker.

At the present moment there is no director, neither executive.

Some of them are only productive, and some of them are worker, most of them. Therefore it is said, kalau çüdraù-sambhavaù. In the Kali-yuga, mostly all the people are çüdras. Because they are workers. (break) Everyone can be purified, even the caëòälas. Kiräta-hüëändhra-pulinda-pulkaçä äbhéra-çumbhä yavanäù khasädayaù. Yavanäù khasädayaù. Yavanas means these European groups, and khasädayaù, Mongolian group: China, Japan. So Japanese were there in Vedic age also. Kälayavana. Kälayavana fought with Kåñëa.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Hare Kåñëa. (devotees laughing)

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Brahmänanda: He was recording like this.

Puñöa Kåñëa: No, just the last few minutes. (laughter) I was listening though, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, will the Kåñëa consciousness movement will take over the world eventually?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee (1): Is going to take over the world eventually some time during the Kali-yuga, in this Kali-yuga?

Prabhupäda: No, that is not possible, because only the fortunate persons will take.

Devotee (1): I mean, but will the power of the kñatriyas will be in the hands of the Kåñëa conscious persons sometime during this Kali-yuga?

Prabhupäda: Provided you become very expert to preach. Unless you preach, how they will take? (break) [ ]

Brahmänanda: ...Calcutta, on the Maidan, there's that big building, that big memorial. Is that...

Prabhupäda: Oh, Victoria Memorial.

Brahmänanda: That was built for, the king when he was coming?

Prabhupäda: No, that was built in memory of Victoria. It was done, imitating the Taj Mahal. It took twenty years. Sir Rajendranath Mukherjee of Martin Company, he took the contract. And after finishing, he got this title, "Sir." And when it was being constructed, I went to the top by crossing the scaffolding.

Brahmänanda: So you must have been very brave.

Prabhupäda: Yes, I am still brave. (laughter) Otherwise how could I come alone to preach Kåñëa consciousness? I am still brave.

Devotees: Jaya, Çréla Prabhupäda!

Prabhupäda: Some astrologer told that "This boy, for executing his purpose, he will enter into the fire." Yes. (break) ...recently, in our Bombay affair, it was fight with the fire. Is it not?

Brahmänanda: It is difficult to come to that understanding, that actually, those who are the leaders are not to be trusted.

Prabhupäda: Yes, leaders means government men. That is described.

They are all thieves and rogues, anywhere. Dasyu-dharmabhiù. Dasyu. Dasyu means plunderers, rogues. Unless you become a rogue you cannot go to the government. You cannot... Any honest man cannot stay with these government men. That is not possible at the present age. Any government. Unless... Just like first-class rogue, your Nixon, he became the president. Because he was a first-class rogue, he became the president. So unless you are first-class rogue, you cannot stay within the circle of government men. Räjanya dasyu-dharmabhiù. And their business will be to eat up the vital force of the people. Bhakñayiñyanti prajä sarve räjanya dasyu-dharmabhiù. This is the statement. And people will be harassed. On account of their godlessness, they will be harassed by three things: famine, no rain, and taxation. Taxation by the government, and there will be no rain, there will be famine, no food, and they will be so much embarrassed that they will give up their family and go away, gacchanti giri-kananam, will go, enter into the hills and forest, giving up their hearth and home. This is Kali-yuga. And this is due to their godlessness.

On account of this, then the democracy, means anyone, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, anyone who becomes powerful, he will capture the government post.
So the çüdras, they are now powerful. Çüdras. Industry means çüdra. So they will capture the governmental power. Just like Communist.

Devotee (2): Even if we present a Kåñëa conscious candidate, the people will still choose a rogue to lead them, even if we present a candidate who is Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: Canada we have got already temples.

Brahmänanda: Candidate, someone to stand for the election.

Prabhupäda: You cannot do anything. Unless you turn the mass of people Kåñëa conscious, what you will do there? Suppose one man is elected. All demons. What he will do there? 

Therefore the first thing is that turn the people Kåñëa conscious, 

and when they will vote, that is shortened (certain?) 

Otherwise, it is waste of time. (end)

Room Conversation                     March 13, 1975, Iran

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. In Western countries they are now fed up with this materialistic way of life. 

And I think it will very soon  collapse, the Western way of life. 

And naturally the next enquiry is spiritual.
Ambassador: Yes, it's already beginning.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Athäto brahma-jijïäsä. The material life means animal life. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Because they know it, Indira Gandhi and company, that India is naturally inclined to Kåñëa. And if the selected people of the world, 

combined together, they push this movement in India, 

then the whole program of the modern leaders will collapse. 

That's a fact. And that was my idea. 
I wanted to start this movement from India. But nobody cooperated. So then I decided to come to America. And my plan was successful.

Ambassador: What was your connection with McGill? I heard from...

Prabhupäda: McGill. McGill I was...

Ambassador: You preached (?) first in McGill?

Prabhupäda: No, I was lecturing only.

Atreya Åñi: Çréla Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura's (break)

Prabhupäda: He sent his first book...

Ambassador: Yes.

Prabhupäda: ...in 1896. 

Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura was the first origin of this movement. 

But he simply thought of it. 

And he was expecting some others that willing to take up the work. 

Well, somebody says that I am the same man. 

And I was born in 1896. 

So he wanted to combine the whole civilized nations 

under this Caitanya Mahäprabhu's cult, Hare Kåñëa movement. 

I think I have given this hint in the Teachings of Lord Caitanya.

Room Conversation                        March 21, 1975, Calcutta

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the ABCD. Then you can go further on. 

If you read Bhagavad-gétä as it is, there is everything explained, everything. 

All problems are solved. 

Any problem you propose, there is solution in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

Now this poverty, as you raised this question, poverty, so what is written there in the Bhagavad-gétä? Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. This is instruction, that "You produce food grain." Now, suppose Calcutta is a big city. Who is producing food grain? Everyone is trying to purchase food grain. But who is thinking that "Wherefrom the food grain will come?" Just see the foolishness of the people. You have to produce food grain. And there is ample facility. But throughout the whole world there are hundreds and thousands of cities. Now, who is producing food grain? 

The solution is there in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

He said, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. 

Kåñëa never said, "By motor tire bhavanti bhütäni." 

Bhavanti means flourish. 

Everyone is engaged in producing motor tire, car, and they are flattering the Arabians for petrol. 

The same energy, if it would have been engaged in producing food grain, then where is the poverty? (Someone enters) Oh! Hare Kåñëa! Jaya.
(Bengali) They are captivated by the çüdras. 

This, during the British period the çüdra activities, developing the country by railway, by factory, by bridge--these people are innocent. 

They thought that "Oh, here is the actual civilization. The Britishers have brought." 

They lost their own civilization.

Guest: Is it possible to be brähmaëa for all?

Prabhupäda: Yes, why not? Kåñëa said, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) Suppose everyone becomes head. Then where is this supply of hands and legs? 

We do not say that everyone become brain. 

The brain is ordering, and who will carry the order? 

The order-carrier must be there, but they must carry order of the brähmaëa. 

Then it will be all right. The brain must be there, and the legs must be there. The legs must move by the dictation of the brain. Then it is perfect. 

It is not expected also that everyone will become brähmaëa. 

Therefore guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Everyone has got his particular qualities. So we have to utilize--what quality does he belong? But at the present moment the difficulty is that they do not care that in the society there must be a class of brain, brähmaëa. That they do not know. They want everyone should become a çüdra, the Communists life, worker, "Work." And therefore they have not been successful. The whole nation is worker, and who will give the brain?

Guest: The whole nation is worker?

Prabhupäda: Yes, Communist country, they want simply worker. But still, they have to create manager. Why manager created? Let everyone become worker. Now, Communist country also, although they say worker, but why they are creating manager?

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, you are in need of manager. You are need of manager. 

You cannot deny another class of men of manager, 

so why not make  the best manager, 

the brähmaëa, who is truthful, who is equal, satya çamaù damaù, 

who is control of his senses, satya çamaù damaù titikña, who is tolerant? These are the brahminical qualification. Satya çamaù damaù titikña. Who is simple, not hypocrite. Everyone is hypocrite. 

So why there should not be a class who is not hypocrite? 

All politicians saying something in the mouth and doing something else, 

because they are çüdra. 

So this is very scientific. 

How it not be scientific? It is spoken by God. 

Cätur-varnyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Required. 

Just like in this institution, I am guru, and if everyone becomes guru, then who will carry out the order of guru? 

There must be disciple also, who will carry out the order of guru. So it is not required... 

Just like in your body, it is not that body is made of head only, but head is required. 

You cannot avoid  head, neither you can avoid the leg. 

So çüdra required, the brähmaëa required, the kñatriya required, and the vaiçya required. 

And the society should be very nicely managed. Therefore Kåñëa says, cätur-varëyaà. 

Why does He not say one varëa, brähmaëa? 

Naturally there must be division because all men are not of the same quality. You cannot expect. 

So whatever quality he has got, utilize that. Aëòha-khaïja-nyäya. Aëòha-khaïja-nyäya.
The one man is lame, and one man is blind. So both are useless.

So they combine together.

The lame man was taken on the shoulder of the blind man. So the lame man has no leg, but he has got eyes. He was directing, "Go this way."

So both their business was perfect. Similarly, according to the quality of the work, there must be a class of men less intelligent.
They cannot independently work. They must require a master. That is çüdra.
And then the vaiçya, then the kñatriya, 

and the upper man is brähmaëa.
He gives the direction to the kñatriya. He is ruler.

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: Yes, (Bengali) ...really classless society.

They should not be proud that "I am brähmaëa."

No. As you are required, as much, the çüdra is also required.

It is not that only the brähmaëas are required. 

This is a very scientific movement. (Bengali) It is not a bogus sentimental thing. It is a very scientific movement. It is not so-called yogi and swami and everything equal. And where is equality?

Guest: The Hare Kåñëa movement is a scientific movement?

Prabhupäda: Most scientific.

satataà kértayanto mäà yatantaç ca dåòha-vratäù namasyantaç ca mäà bhaktyä nitya-yuktä upäsate
Guest: (Bengali) to realize the Supreme.

Prabhupäda: Realize the Supreme, that is the first and foremost aim,

but at the same time,

to keep the whole human society in perfect happiness, according to the direction of God.

Just like I told you that Kåñëa says, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. If you want to keep the living entities, both men and animal, you must arrange for their nice fooding.

Who can deny this philosophy? 

But they are saying that poverty should be removed, and we must acquire food for the suffering and starving. But what they are doing? They are manufacturing motor tire, the rascals.

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) There is no question of dharma. 

First of all we say they must live. That is our proposal. 

Where is the question of dharma? Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. 

Give everyone to eat sufficiently. This is our proposal.

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali)

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) Where is the actual attempt to give everyone sufficient food? Where is that attempt? 

And here in the Bhagavad-gétä it is plainly said, annäd bhavanti bhütäni: 

if you want to keep happy the animals and the men, then produce food grain.

Who is doing that?

They simply passing resolution and raising funds and then eating, themself, at the cost of others. 

And therefore the price is increasing. One who has got money, he can pay more price, artificial. I am poor man. I have no money. You have got money. You purchase before me. Then I starve. (Ed: purchasing food at any cost to avoid producing it)

But if there is sufficient supply of food grain, then this thing will not happen. You can distribute without any price. That was being done in India. Educated man means unemployment, is it not? So-called education means creating unemployment. They will go with application, "Give me some clerical post, some this post, that post, that post." This is education.

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) Müòhä näbhijänäti mäm ebhyaù param avyayam. 

If you don't take advice from Kåñëa, God, then you are a müòha. 

So how he will adjust things? He himself is a müòha. A müòha means rascal, ass. Therefore our conclusion is that anyone who is not Kåñëa conscious or God conscious, he is a müòha. 
He does not know anything. He will not be able to do anything.
Therefore this matter was entrusted to the brähmaëa to give direction. 

Brähmaëa means brahma jänatéti brähmaëaù: 

"One who knows the Supreme, he is brähmaëa."

And he takes advice and gives others direction. (Bengali) 

Why do they go to the bhaööäcärya? 

And he knows what is the action and reaction. 

That was the system of the society. (Bengali) 

Nobody is interested. They are simply interested in politics. [ ]

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) ...movement, (Bengali) bogus religious, it is scientific. You can question; I will understand. (break) They do not know what is the meaning of life. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm uru-dämni baddhäù. Another blind leader, so-called leader, he is blind himself. He does not know how to lead people. And the followers, followers are also blind. So what will be the result? They are bound up... Suppose if I tightly wrap your eyes, and all of them are done so, then how you will lead them?

Guest: Blind leaders and blind followers?

Prabhupäda: Then they are controlled by the laws of material nature, and they want to be happy independently. This is rascaldom. If I am controlling you and you want to become happy independently, how it is possible? You must get out of the control first of all. 

Your eyes should be open. Then you can do something independently. 

But you are under my control fully, and I have wrapped up your eyes with very thick layer of cloth, and then how you can become independent, work. That they do not know. That is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä, daivé hy eñä guëa-mayé mama mäyä duratyayä. This mäyä, this energy, is very, very strong. You cannot get out of it. Then what is the way? Mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. Therefore Kåñëa consciousness movement is so important. If one becomes Kåñëa conscious, then immediately he gets out of the control of mäyä. That is the sign. Otherwise, if I remain a blind man, how can I lead others? 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu therefore said, janma särthaka kari kära para-upakära. 

You are very busy doing good to others, 

but first of all make your life perfect. 

And otherwise, you rascal, fool, blind, what you will do? 

So where is the training? 

Where the politicians are going to take training how to become free from the wrapping, illusion? So they are in illusion, in darkness. What they can do? Futile attempt. Therefore all plans are failure. 

So many Hitler, so many Gandhi, so many Churchill, they came and...

Guest: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) 

Without being Kåñëa conscious, everyone is blind. 

Yes, everyone is blind.

Guest: Without being...?

Prabhupäda: Being Kåñëa conscious, everyone is blind. 

And they are trying to lead other blind men. 

So what will be the result? 

All of them will fall down on the ditch.

Atreya Åñi: ...I am degraded. "Very seriously, or may be given to me from time to time directly, these directions, by my aforesaid Guru Mahäräja, or through his books, or..." In other words, direction given, instruction given, directly by him or through his...
Prabhupäda: Better directly. (Ed: “while I am present”; “as I personally instruct” ?)

Atreya Åñi: No "His books"?
Prabhupäda: No.

Atreya Åñi: Not necessary.

Prabhupäda: Because I may give direction according to the  time.
Atreya Åñi: "Or" means both.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Atreya Åñi: "Or" can mean... All right. "Or through his commissioners..."(?)

Prabhupäda: Direct, direct instruction is important. Just like Kåñëa.

In the books He has given many instructions, 
but then He says, sarva-dharmän parityaja.

If one says that "You gave me instruction before like this.

How can I give up this?"

so that is not important.

The direct instruction  is important. (Ed: final instructions supercede others:)

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.3         Hyderabad, April 15, 1975
Prabhupäda: I may say many things to you,
but when I say something directly, "DO IT,"

your first duty is to do THAT.
You   cannot argue
"Sir, you said me like this before."
No, that is not your duty.

What I say NOW, you do it.
That is obedience.
You cannot argue.
Of course, Kåñëa never said anything contradictory, but if when one thinks foolishly that Kåñëa said something contradictory, no, that is not to be. You could not understand. So even though you could not understand,

Morning Walk                            April 1, 1975, Mäyäpur

Puñöa Kåñëa: Their philosophy is that to be, in order to be happy, they have to work all day long.

Prabhupäda: Hm. That is your philosophy. You are rascals, but we are not working. Why don't you see our example? We are simply living happily.

Satsvarüpa: But they say we're living off their work.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: They work and we beg money from them, they say.

Prabhupäda: We don't beg money from them. We take their money in the way that they'll use it for bad purposes, so we take it for Kåñëa. They'll drink. They'll smoke. They'll have illicit sex and go to hell. Therefore, out of our humbleness, we have become beggar, just like a father asking the child... He has taken one hundred rupees note and spoiling. "My dear child, you are so nice. Why you are taking this? Give this. Take a lozenges." Like that.

We are not for their money. That's a wrong theory.

Païcadraviòa: But they say this drinking and smoking, it's all right, but you are parasites because you're taking our money.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Païcadraviòa: They say that smo...

Prabhupäda: I'm not after...

I kick on your face. I don't want your money. (laughter.)

You are taking books from us, and you are paying. Therefore I have adopted this means. They may not say... I knew that they would say in the Western countries. Therefore I thought that without books it is not possible. What is this?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Come this way, Çréla Prabhupäda. Jayapatäka is pointing to...

Prabhupäda: All of a...

Çrutakérti: We can cross right... No? No.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Jayapatäka Mahäräja.

Prabhupäda: There is no house?

Puñöa Kåñëa: You want Prabhupäda to come...?

Prabhupäda: So why he's claiming his money? Eh?

Païcadraviòa: He says, "Because I work for it."

Prabhupäda: That's all right. But money, what is the standard of money? First of all, just discuss this. What is the standard of money throughout the whole world?

Devotee (1): Work, labor, labor.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee (1): Labor.

Païcadraviòa: Purchases...

Prabhupäda: Gold. So have you created gold?

How is your money?
The gold is already there. You have stolen. You are thief. You are not laborer, but you are rascal, thief. You'll be punished for this policy. Is gold your property?

Devotee (1): But they say that if the whole world follows our example, then the society will be finished.

Prabhupäda: Nobody follows. We do not follow... There are so many... Why they are struggle? Why they struggle? Why do you fight? 

Because you are all thieves--you want to steal God's gold--therefore you fight. 

Why do you fight? Why you declare war from one nation to another? 

Because you are all thieves and you want to steal God's gold. Therefore there is fight. Why do you claim, "This is America, my land"? Is it your land? Have your forefathers created this? Why you falsely claim like that? What is the answer? You have stolen from another party, Red Indians, and you are now claiming, "We are the proprietor." You are thieves. You are not even gentlemen. What do you think?  [   ]

Prabhupäda: That means you must obey your father. Otherwise you'll be kicked. (Laughter) You are so rascal that you don't feel obliged to your father who has given you so much things, so many things. You are such a rascal. Therefore you must be punished.

karma-käëòa jïäna-käëòa,

sakali viñera bäëòha

Narottama däsa Öhäkura says, "The karmés and jïänés, they are simply drinking poison."

karma-käëòa jïäna-käëòa,

sakali visera bandha

"And by drinking poison, they are suffering different species of life,"

nänä yoni brahman kare,

khadarya bhakñaëa kare

"and eat all nasty things."
tara janma adho pata ya

"One who accepts either of these, karma-käëòa and jïäna-käëòa, he spoils his life." [ ]
Satsvarüpa: So if all the land belongs to God, then who decides who will distribute it to the people?

Prabhupäda:
You don't distribute.

You live only, till the ground and take your food.

Where is the question of distribution?

Whatever you can till, you take so much land.

God has enough land.

Why do you possess more?

One acre of land is sufficient for producing your food. 

Why do you take more?

Satsvarüpa: Nobody should own excessive.

Prabhupäda: No. Therefore God's representative, king, is wanted. He'll divide. "All right, you take this." That is king. King means God's representative. Naradeva. 

Therefore, according to Vedic scripture, 

the king is so respected, 

guru is so respected, father is so respected—

because THEY give guidance.

"You live, Kåñëa conscious, like this."

That is their duty. The king is simply planning how to collect taxes, this tax, land tax, sale tax, income tax, this tax, this...

So his only business is to plunder: "Let him work, and I shall take it away." And everyone is doing. That is struggle for existence. 

I want to cheat you. You want to cheat me. That's all. 

And therefore they are throbbing.

There is no solution.

Païcadraviòa: Who will decide who will be king?

Prabhupäda: Therefore the king is evaà paramparä system. The king, the original king is the sun-god. Then his son, Manu, his son, Ikñväku. Everything is described. Why don't you see there?

Païcadraviòa: But who would be the king today? If we establish such a system, who would become the king?

Prabhupäda: Nobody would be king. 

Everyone is king and fight. That's all.
Nobody is king. 

Everyone is a dog. 

And they are simply barking.

Devotee (1): In Africa, recently, one of the leaders has taken all the mürtis and crucifixes from the churches and put his own statue.

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Devotee (1): He has banned all religions.

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Devotee (1): He put his own statue there, that the people should worship him. He's a disciple of Mao.

Prabhupäda: And because there is no king, therefore he is flourishing.

Devotee (1): Yes.

Prabhupäda: Had there been any real king, he would have been killed immediately. Because there is no king, therefore in South India, they are insulting the statue of Lord Rämacandra, because there is no king.

Everyone is king. Diplomacy... Democracy.

What is this nonsense, democracy? All over the world the royalty is hereditary, never elected. (break) ...and it was hereditary, even Russia. That is the system. Evaà paramparä-präptam. And evaà paramparä-präptam--who? Räjarñayoù. They are king, but just like saintly persons. That is king, not a loafer class is elevated to the royal post. Räjarñayoù. Although they're holding the post of a king for administration, they're just like åñi. That is king.

Morning Walk                      April 3, 1975, Mäyäpur

Puñöa Kåñëa: Sometimes the argument is put forward that in places where's there is not sufficient food and shelter and things like this, these problems should be solved first before the problem of spiritual life.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Why don't you solve? There are so many land.

Come here and grow food. Grow fruit
That is... 

THAT is the desire of Kåñëa. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni.
Produce food and eat in sufficiently,

be strong, and chant Hare Kåñëa.

That is our philosophy.

Why you are producing bolts and nuts, tire and tubes? Eat. Rascal. They do not know that first of all you must eat. No, everyone is engaged in industry. Why? Kåñëa does not say that "Take to industry."

Kåñëa says, "Produce foodstuff." Annäd bhavanti bhütäni.
If you produce foodstuff, then both your animals, yourself,

will be happy, becoming strong.

Why do they manufacture other things? All these people are engaged in manufacturing, and nobody is manu..., er, growing food. Therefore the price of food grain is rising. Suppose I am growing food, and you are not growing, so you have to purchase from me. I'll ask, "You have to pay this price." And you have to pay. And if you grow your own food, there is no such question.

The simple economic problem, solution, this rascal cannot take.
If YOU grow your own food, I grow my own,

then WHO is going to purchase?

The price will be reduced automatically. If you have no customer, then you have to reduce your price. But they do not understand even the simple thing that "God has given us enough land to produce food grain, and we must eat." They do not understand this. And still, they are scientist, philosopher, politician (Ed: president). Just see. That is the difficulty. All rascals, fools, they are leading the whole human society.

Rämeçvara: They're too busy making money to grow their own food.

Prabhupäda: "So then pay more money. Come on. You have earned money and give me. I shall give you food. And whatever I shall ask, you have to pay." This simple thing, more demand--price is more. Then why  do you gripe, "Oh, everything is price growing, price growing." Why it will not? If I have got food, and you have to purchase, and I have got so many customers, I must increase. That is economic theory: more demand--the price is increased. And then you say, "There are so many problems. We have to solve first." But you have created this problem, rascal. And you shall must suffer. You have infected some disease. Now you must suffer. It is like say, käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya. The reason is that you have infected some quality of the modes of nature and you must suffer for that. How you can deny it? If you have infected some disease like cholera, smallpox, and when you are suffering, how you can blaim? You have infected. You must suffer. Nature's law is so strict that as soon as you infect a particular type of quality of nature--there are so many--you must suffer for that, or so-called enjoy. There are two things, suffer and enjoy. So you must have to undergo the process. This is... Nature's process is so nice. 

As soon as you do something, there is reaction and you are bound up. 

Yajïärthe karma anyatra loko 'yaà karma bandhanaù. Bandhanaù means bound up. 

Immediately you become bound up. 

And still, you are thinking, "Independent." The nature's law  is so strict.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But the argument is that 

"The cities are there, and now what can we do?"

Prabhupäda: Hm ?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The cities are already there. There are millions of people in the cities...
Prabhupäda: Therefore we are offering this place. Come here. Why do you not come here and live with us?

Then this is...   (ED: this is in Mäyäpur, April 3, 1975)
The Kåñëa consciousness  movement  IS…
THIS  IS THE MOVEMENT,

that you come here , live with us, and
PRODUCE YOUR FOOD,

PRODUCE YOUR MILK,

be happy, he a lt hy, and chant Hare Kåñëa.

THIS IS OUR MOVEMENT
THEREFORE we are CREATING NEW Vrindaban and FARM, 

and we are trying to purchase...
THIS IS OUR MOVEMENT


that we give you sufficient 

food, shelter, health, philosophy, religion, character, everything, purity. 

Come here. Why don't you come? They come here on the weekdays, and then fly away, go away. You see? We are giving such nice room, but they will not live here. They will go to the hubble-bubble of the city. They like to come here. 

Therefore they spend so much money for gas and come here. 

But because they are not accustomed, they go back again. 

Return ticket. From hell to heaven, and again hell (laughter)

Return ticket - coming back to hell again, 
NOT going back to God.

Morning Walk (World War III)           April 4, 1975, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: Why not? Yes. But they, they are so rascals, they throw bomb anywhere.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Especially atom bomb.

Prabhupäda: But one thing is that because civilians  are also responsible for declaring war, because the parliament is the representation of the people...

(Ed: the slaughterhouse dairy is the representation of the mleccha milk drinkers whereas the varnasrama community based on cow and bull protection is the representation of Krsna and His devotees)

Puñöa Kåñëa: Karma.
Prabhupäda: Therefore, now the war is between people to people, nation to nation. 

They support with men and money. 

So therefore they are also killed 
by nature's LAW. [break]

Morning Walk                          April 5, 1975, Mäyäpur

Païcadraviòa: Kåñëa says that the living entity is the enjoyer of the field and the body is the field.

Prabhupäda: That is another thing.

Païcadraviòa: So the living entity can enjoy his desires in that field according to his past activities.

Prabhupäda: No, it is not enjoyment. It is worker, just like this field is for working, and the farmer is working. That does not mean he's enjoying. He's working. This field is given for working. But this working does not mean that he's enjoying. And because this working, working on the field is not enjoyment, therefore nobody's coming. They are going to the factory. They are going to the factory. Had it been enjoyment, then they would have come. But no, they go to the factory. And they are prepared to 

purchase from the farmer 

(Ed: even worse, purchase from the plethora of retail industries spawned by transport and trade which jack up the price multifold creating further violence against the innocent living entities in the environment)

at any cost to avoid this working. 

That is the difficulty at the present moment. If you are asked that "You work here," I don't think you'll agree. It is not enjoyment. 

Will you take a plow and do...? No. Why? If it is enjoyment, why not?

Païcadraviòa: The work is too hard.

Prabhupäda: Ah, that's it. That's it.

Morning Walk                        April 7, 1975, Mäyäpur

Puñöa Kåñëa: Money is nothing but paper, but 

with the paper I can buy food, 

so then why is it that we say that money is nothing but paper?

Prabhupäda: You belong to the cheaters' association. You are cheated, and you cheat others. So the whole world is the association of cheaters and cheated. 

Because you are cheated, you want to cheat others. [ ]
Jayädvaita: The karmés will say that materialistic culture is also meant for the whole world.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That we admit. The materialistic culture, how to eat nicely, that is meant for everyone. Everyone wants to eat nicely, not that only Europeans want, not the Indians. That is material. To sleep nicely in a good apartment, that is wanted by both the Easterners and Westerners. So there is no discrimination. Sex life, that is meant for everyone. 
So as material life is also meant for everyone, 
similarly, spiritual life is also meant for everyone.

Jayädvaita: So there are only two cultures.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayädvaita: The deva culture and asura culture.
Prabhupäda: Yes. So the human form of life, one should take advantage of the spiritual culture because in other forms of life it is not possible. This is the main thing. You become Indian or American, it doesn't matter. You are human being. 

Take to this culture and you will be happy. 

This is our mission. We want to make everyone happy. Sarve sukhino bhavantu: 

"Everyone be happy"--with Kåñëa. That is our mission.
Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, you said that the children in the West, in the materialistic culture, they become hippies. They'll say that at least they've had the choice, at least they were given...

Prabhupäda: Again, again you are bringing the same question, Eastern-Western.

Rämeçvara: Materialistic.

Prabhupäda: Materialistic means that is the ultimate end of materialistic life. Because they want new pleasure, new pleasure, new pleasure, so sometimes this, sometimes that... Sometimes they think the civilized way is better; sometimes the uncivilized way is better. That's all, this way and that way. That is called punaù punaç ca... And then you'll take again to civilized way of... I think some of the hippies are taking now. Yes. Because the same example, stool, this side or that side, it is stool. So these materialistic persons, they are trying to change from this side to that side, but it is stool. That is the... That they do not know. They are accepting stool as something very sublime, and therefore they are trying to change the position, sometimes this side, sometimes that side. Hitvä anyathä rüpam. This is anyathä rüpam, means a living being. Being spiritual, his business is spiritual, but he has accepted material as the platform of his happiness. That is his fault. So material thing, either this side or that side, it is material. Bhoga-tyäga. So therefore he is not happy. And we are trying to give him spiritual platform for happiness. That is real happiness. But he is so much attached to the material happiness that he cannot believe that there can be any happiness beyond this range. That is his ignorance, müòha. Therefore we call them müòha, rascals. 

Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä. 

In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, 

"When you become spiritually realized, then prasannätmä, happiness." 

Otherwise it is not possible. 

Material thing, you take this side or that side--there is no question of happiness. 
When you become brahma-bhütaù, spiritually realized, then there is happiness, 

prasannätmä, immediately. 

Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati, samaù sarveñu. 

That is the...

Satsvarüpa: But should this be forced on people if they don't want it?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Satsvarüpa: If a large section of the people don't want spiritual life, that's their...

Prabhupäda: No, you cannot force. That is not possible, because he has got independence. 

You cannot force. You can simply give him knowledge. 

Therefore to distribute knowledge is the best welfare activities, not this material so-called happiness, daridra-näräyaëa-seva and this... They have got that. That will not make them happy. If you give them knowledge, then they will be really benefited. Otherwise not.

Brahmänanda: How do we give knowledge to the common masses of people?

Prabhupäda: Yes, by saìkértana. By hearing, hearing, hearing--this is a medicinal process--the heart will be cleansed and they will take up the knowledge. Now the heart is unclean, so he cannot take up. So this is the medicine. Kalau nästy eva nästy eva nästy eva gatir anyathä. Harer näma harer... Chant Hare Kåñëa mantra wherever possible, and whoever will hear, he will gradually become cleansed. Ceto-darpaëa-märjanam. And then bhava-mahä-dävägni... Then his material pangs will be over. This is the only medicine. Therefore chant Hare Kåñëa. Some way or other, let them have the chance of hearing, and then it will act as medicine. Even he does not will, you chant, you let him hear by force, and he will be cured.

Satsvarüpa: Çréla Prabhupäda, sometimes you say only a very small percentage can take to Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Satsvarüpa: But yesterday morning in your lecture you were saying it can expand to ten thousand, million, or ten million.

Prabhupäda: Yes, if you take the proper way  it can be increased.
Satsvarüpa: Is that just up to our preaching?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That will depend on your purified preaching activities. 

If  you  AGAIN  become  materially victimized, then  you cannot  do  it. 

If you remain on the spiritual platform, 

if you try, then it will increase. Änandämbudhi-vardhanam. It will increase. 

As soon as there is any contemplation of sense gratification, 

then the spirit will be lost. 

Then instead of Christianity, it will be "Churchianity," officially going to the church, doing nothing, and gradually nobody will go.

Rüpänuga: Like the Christians.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everywhere. Christians... Now who are coming here, in so many temples? Nobody is coming. 

They have made it a business, "Oh, the Caitanya Mahäprabhu's birthday, you come here." 

And somebody will come, collect some money, 

and then there is no business--go away.

Jayädvaita: That requires our personal austerity.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jayädvaita: That requires our personally being austere.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. And what is austerity? It is very simple thing. Väsudeve bhagavati bhakti-yoga-prayojitaù, janayaty äçu. If you continue devotional service to Lord Vasudeva, Kåñëa, then automatically the effect of these austerities will become, janayaty äçu, very soon. Vairägyam. Austerities means detachment to the material world. That is the result of austerity. So çästra says janayaty äçu vairägyam. Simply by executing devotional service to Vasudeva, that vairägya, detachment, very soon arises. Come. Chant Hare Kåñëa. That is very good engagement. [ ]

Prabhupäda: For enjoying and getting slaps also, both thing. You see? When the children enjoys, sometimes the father slaps also. Why?

Puñöa-kåñëa: Disobedience. They do something that is harmful to themselves or to others.

Prabhupäda: So you can enjoy life, material life, as the father directs. So that is devotional service. Then you will enjoy. Otherwise you will get slapped.

Trivikrama: So-called enjoyment.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you manufacture your program of enjoyment, then you will be slapped. And if you enjoy according to the direction of the father, then you'll enjoy. This is the... Kåñëa says, "Enjoy life. All right. Man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé. Live peacefully. Always think of Me. Worship Me." That we have prescribed. Come here and think of Kåñëa. And so that is enjoyment. So they don't want. They want liquor. They want illicit sex. They want meat. So therefore they must be slapped. 

Actually all this whole universe is made for your enjoyment, 

but  enjoy it according to His direction. 

Then you will enjoy. 

That is the difference between demigod and demon. 

The demon wants to enjoy, manufacturing his own way of life. 

And the demigod, they enjoy better than the demons 

because under the direction of God.

Jagadéça: Why does Kåñëa provide the living entities with these sinful pleasures?

Prabhupäda: Simple pleasures?

Jagadéça: Sinful pleasures, such as becoming intoxicated...

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa does not provide. YOU create YOUR sinful. Kåñëa never says that "You eat meat," 

but you open slaughterhouse, 

so you

HYPERLINK  \l "andYOUHAVETOSUFFERforthat"
 suffer. (Ed: for your illegal milk products)

Brahmänanda: But there is a pleasure, a certain pleasure derived from these sinful activities.

Prabhupäda: What is that pleasure? (laughter)

Brahmänanda: Well, some people like to... They get pleasure from intoxication, they get pleasure from...

Prabhupäda: Yes. And therefore they suffer aftereffect. That is ignorance, that immediately you get some sense pleasure, but the result is very bad. And that is sinful.

Rämeçvara: You wrote in the Fourth Canto that if we have too much sense pleasure when we are young, then we have corresponding disease when we are older.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Here material life means as soon as you violate the rules and regulation, you suffer. 

Therefore varëäçrama-dharma is the beginning of perfection in material life. 

It is the beginning. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam. God has created this. 

If you adopt this institution of varëäçrama-dharma, 

then your perfection of life begins. (break)

Jayapatäka: Everyone is sending their sons and daughters to the university and colleges, and they are getting degree, but they are not getting any jobs.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa never says that, that "You send your children to the universities and make them fools and rascals." So one who is depending on job, he's a çüdra. That is not education. Education is not meant for the çüdra but for the dvijas, twice-born, the brähmaëa, kñatriya, and vaiçya. Çüdras are never for education. So their education, so-called education, means creating so many çüdras. Unless he gets a job his education is useless. Therefore he's a çüdra.

And brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya—

they will create their own means of livelihood.
That is brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya. 

Therefore they are unhappy. They don't get job, neither they are able to work independently.

Prabhupäda: ...any language, you should submit, and you should feel that, that "I am worthless. My Guru Mahäräja has given this chance to serve Kåñëa, to offer Kåñëa... My Lord, I am worthless. I have no capacity to serve You. But on the order of my Guru Mahäräja, I am trying to serve You. Please do not take any offense. Accept whatever I can do. That's all. That is my request." That mantra is sufficient. Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. Kåñëa never said that "One who offers Me with Sanskrit mantra." Yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. Real thing is bhakti, feeling: "How to serve Kåñëa? How to please Him?" That is wanted.

So if you can make ONE EXAMPLE 
(break) India, that spot, very good example, 

THEN we can capture the whole India. 

Simply, we have got enough land. 

Give them enough food. 

Make them stout and strong, both the animal and man. 

And chant Hare Kåñëa. Let them hear. 

Everything will be all right. 

Everything will be ideal.

Devotee: No one can object either.

Prabhupäda: No. (chuckles)

Devotee: That's the beauty.

Prabhupäda: Make the whole field green, (break) 

sumptuously, let the animals eat, 

let the man eat. They feel satisfaction and they (break) [ ]

Prabhupäda: That is nature's way because there will be no food in the future. So nature is training them how to live without food.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The whole civilization is becoming expert in killing and dying. That's all.

Prabhupäda: You have got some agricultural experience?

Devotee: Not at all.

Prabhupäda: Not at all. Anyway, that not very difficult.

Devotee: No. I can take advice from the experts. That man with the white beard there, he's supposed to know very much. He's supposed to be very expert, and he speaks English. He's supposed to have agricultural experience.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yaçodänandana: Jayapatäka had no agricultural experience.

Prabhupäda: Any city boy (indistinct) (end) 

Morning Walk                     April 19, 1975, Våndävana                                                          
Prabhupäda: ...nobody said that this meat-eating is bad; now I am saying. You see? So they do not know that it is bad. So they are not offenders.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And now that you are saying, many people are stopping.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Somebody, they act... Just like illicit sex. They did not know that it is sinful. Now they are understanding. There was no good leader. Even the priests. In the Bible it is said, "Thou shalt not kill." The priests never said, because they are meat-eaters. They themselves are meat-eaters. How they can say? "It is our tradition to eat meat." But how the common man will be educated? (break) You can give me the general prasäda today. I will taste. (test?) (break) When one becomes rich, he becomes lazy. What is called? "Leads to poverty"? 

Luxury. 

"Luxury leads to poverty." 

So at one time one become very rich by hard work, 

and next generation gets the money for nothing, 

he spends it on luxuries, 

and the third generation, poor. 

There are many families, in everywhere. In England, all these English men, in the beginning they worked very hard, expanding their empire and working. Then gradually, when they became Lord family, then luxury. Now they are poverty-stricken. [ ]

Prabhupäda: (break) Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, bhärata-bhümite manuñya-janma haila yära, janma särthaka kari. 

"First of all, YOU become perfect." 

If you are a devil, you cannot do it. 

The devil and divine. 

Divine means spiritually advanced, 

and devil means  materially advanced. 

And because we are manufacturing divine, the devils are afraid of it. 

The devils do not like this movement. 

(Someone drives by:) Jaya. So just see, automatically they are offering respect. That means we are infecting them.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I was noticing that yesterday on the parade, everyone was offering respects.

Prabhupäda: Yes, Våndävana after all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I think that is a benefit spiritually.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: To offer you respects.

Bhagavän: In Bombay, even those poor fisherwomen...

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are offering respects. Hare Kåñëa. So we have to create divine because the world is full of devils.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But we have to be divine ourselves.

Prabhupäda: Unless  you become divine, 

how you can  convert others to divine? 

If you are devil, 

you will convert others to become devil, that's all. (break) [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) ...strongly warm, then you do not become cool very soon. You must be strongly warm, fire temperature. Then you will act as fire.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And the process for heating up the fire?

Prabhupäda: You keep yourself with fire.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Jaya. That is you.

Prabhupäda: Don't go outside the fire. Then you keep yourself warm. And temperature increase exactly like fire. That is required. That is the motto of our Back to Godhead: "Godhead is light, nescience is darkness. Where there is Godhead there is no nescience." That is the beginning of our movement. Keep Kåñëa always. Satataà kértayanto mäm. Then you remain Kåñëa-ized. And as soon as you give it up, then think of devils. This is going on. (break)

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...kértana going twenty-four hours a day. In some of our larger temples is it also advisable?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. This is advisable for everywhere. Batches. What is the difficulty?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Because the whole atmosphere becomes spiritualized, purified.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The same thing: keep always with fire and you remain high temperature. And if you ignite fire and again pour water and again ignite, again pour, then what is the benefit? If you ignite fire, keep it fire, don't pour water. But generally they do that, that "Now I am chanting Hare Kåñëa, I am free from all sinful activities. Now again let me do it, and again I shall chant."

Tamäla Kåñëa: No progress.

Prabhupäda: No progress. Nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. This is the greatest offense. (break) (switches to room conversation) 

...the animals and human beings. Then they can work. 

Annäd bhavanti bhütäni, then parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. 

Now parjanyaù, cloud and rain, that is required. 

Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. And yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù. 

Then you have to arrange for sacrifice. 

So in the Kali-yuga the costly sacrifice is not possible. Therefore from the çästra we understand, yajïaiù saìkértana-präyair yajanti hi sumedhasaù. Sumedhasaù, "one who has got good brain substance." There is one word in Bhagavad-gétä, alpa-medhasaù: "poor brain substance." So we require some sumedhasaù, not alpa-medhasaù. Antavat tu phalaà teñäà tad bhavaty alpa-medhasaù. They are making plans by their material concoction that... That is antavat. That will be finished. Antavat tu phalaà teñäà tad bhavaty alpa-medhasaù. The things are there already, especially in India. We have got everything ready, and especially this land India. It is specially meant for God realization. By the birth, one is Kåñëa conscious, or God conscious. Still in these days, whenever... You have seen in Hyderabad. Although your conference was going on, still, at least five thousand men were attracted to hear me. (Guest laughs) And I was speaking the dry subject of Kåñëa. So India is so fortunate. They are still ready to assimilate the instruction of Kåñëa. The land is so fortunate. So we must give them the chance. That is our duty. That is government's duty. That is teacher's duty. That is father's duty. That is explained in Çrémad-Bhägavata. Pitä na sa syät. Guru's duty. One who has got the chance of accepting something very easily... 

The guardians... 

The first guardian, the government, the second, the father, then the teacher, 

then so many, friends, relatives--that chance should be given. [ ]

Guest (1): Prabhupäda, everybody is praising prasädam.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Everybody praising. Now the governor should praise. Then it will be praising. We can praise ourself, mutual praising society. 

You are very good, and you say I am very good, that's all. 

"Mr. Such and such is very good," and another man says, "Mr. Such and such very good." That is mutual praising society. Others must praise. Outsider must praise. [break]

Conversation with Governor         April 20, 1975, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: You are acting like a çüdra, and

you are advertising yourself as a brähmaëa.
So just like a, what is called, quack.

If he writes, "Dr. something," that is punishable. 

But you are quack. 

That's all right. You can take a certificate that you have got some experience. The registered medical practitioner, I think that is... 

But what is this, that you are proclaiming yourself as a... (chuckles) 

So character means a class of men there must be, maybe very few, but they are actually men of character. Just like I am teaching them no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no gambling, no intoxication. 

This is basic principle. 

Otherwise, where is his character? You are doing all nonsense, and still, you are proclaiming yourself as brähmaëa. This should be stopped. 

And a training college should be there how to make a real brähmaëa. 

I have given the example...

Governor: Vänaprastha college.

Prabhupäda: Vänaprastha college, yes. That is the very essential thing at the present moment, that a class of men... Just like the same example: If one wants to become an engineer he must be properly trained up. If he wants to become a medical man he must be properly trained up. 

Similarly, if one wants to become a brähmaëa, 

then he must be properly trained up, 

or even if one does not want, 

the state should maintain a college where a real brähmaëa is trained up. 

Just like Sir Ashutosh Mukherjee, when he opened some higher studies of academic qualification, so there was one or two students, and there were three professors drawing at least twelve hundred rupees per month. So twelve hundred rupees per month, that means thirty-six hundred, expenditure, and the income is thirty-six rupees. 

It is not the question of money, but it is the question of culture. 

So even though at the present moment people are not inclined to become a brähmaëa, I tried it. I tried it before starting this movement. I tried to some friends that "You have got four sons. Give me one son. I shall train him how to become a perfect brähmaëa." Nobody agreed. They said, "Swamiji, (Hindi)," But if there is not a ideal class of brähmaëa, then how you can say that you become moralist? If there is no example of moralist, how you can ask people, "Become moralist"?

Governor: The thing is a very intensive and completely dedicated course on making an individual a brähmaëa. (indistinct)... Then the second thing is not that intensively, but in a village (indistinct) all people.

Prabhupäda: All people.

Governor: No, all people... One or two could be taken out of many.

Prabhupäda: No, that I asked him. 

Actually the idea is in the society as it is recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä, 

cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. 

The guëas are there. Just like naturally one is taking education just to become a politician, one is taking education how to become a high character saintly person.

That natural inclination is already there, but that is not being properly harnessed.
Therefore a regular educational institution should be there where 

proper training of brähmaëa, proper training of kñatriya, vaiçya, must be given.
These four divisions must remain there. And the, so far the brahminical culture, that must be there. Otherwise you cannot say that you become moralist. Where is the example of moralist? A section of person must be there, fully moralist. That ideal section is now lacking. Therefore, what I have written, that?

Brahmänanda: "As there are different sections of educational institutions, there must be one institution how to train up perfect brähmaëas with ideal characters as above mentioned in the Bhagavad-gétä. If there is a section of people of ideal character, say 5 percent, the other 95 percent, by seeing their example, will follow. In other words, 
a section of the society must be of ideal character. That is essential."

Prabhupäda: So  therefore  this varëäçrama college is very essential.
Governor: Both intensive and extensive training.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Proper training. It may be extensive and intensive... Doesn't matter.

Governor: You said 5 percent and 95 percent.

Prabhupäda: Ninety-five percent may remain non-brähmaëa. But this 5 percent, if they are strongly brahminical, then others will follow. Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca täräù-sahasraçaù. You have got millions of stars. Nobody cares for them. But people are looking after "When the moon will rise? When the moon will rise?" That one moon is sufficient than millions of stars.

Brahmänanda: "Six: Injunctions of çästras regarding charity and how it should be practiced in the present conditions. So the mutual relationship of dharma and politics in the light of our history and tradition can only be revived when we observe the system of varëäçrama. It is actually like this: the brähmaëa is like the head, and the kñatriya is like the arms, the vaiçya is the stomach or the abdomen, and the çüdra is like the legs. Similarly, spiritually, the brahmacäré is the trained-up disciple, the gåhastha is the trained-up householder, the vänaprastha is experienced as a retired gentleman, and the sannyäsé is completely in the renounced order of life for spiritual advancement.

There is no question of the head being in an exalted position 

without the cooperation  of the leg. 

When there is a pin-prick in some part of the leg, the head immediately takes it very seriously and takes out the thorn in some part of the leg. Similarly, whenever there is some outside attack, the arms or the hands spread to protect the whole body. In the same way, within the abdomen there is the machinery of digesting foodstuffs, and after digestion the secretion turns into blood and it is infused throughout the whole anatomical structure of the body. 
(Ed: ALL varnas subsisting on foodstuffs produced from the vaisyas’ protection of the cow and bull through cooperation)

Similarly, the cooperation between the head, arms, stomach and legs 

is the perfect situation of the human society."

Governor: Coordination.

Prabhupäda: Coordination. As head is also trying to maintain the body nicely, this arm is also. Now this has been nationally centralized. So that is the idea. Not that "Because I am head, brähmaëa, oh, here is a çüdra. Oh, don't see his face." Why? Çüdra is also required. Leg is also required. Head is also required.
Governor: It is an harmonious coordination.

Prabhupäda: Yes, harmonious coordination. But the çüdras were hated like anything, and they became Mohammedans. And there was no reacceptance. Formerly, from Caitanya literature we understand, that if the Musselman will take little water from the badna (?) and sprinkle like this, then you become Mohammedan. In this way all these Indians, they became Mohammedan. And the result is now the Pakistan, and you go on fighting forever. Why these innocent persons who were by sprinkling water became Mohammedan, why they do not claim? Kåñëa and the çästra, it does not say that if one has fallen, you cannot reclaim him. No, why not reclaim him? Mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa... This is by birth. And of course, in our country everything was taken by birth. Now it is going on. But even by birth one is low-grade...

Governor: No, birth also was built up by a tradition. They were brought up in that atmosphere.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It doesn't matter. But if he wants to be elevated, he should be given chance. That is the verdict of all çästras. Now we are feeling, India, this difficulty. Because they are Europeans, Americans, the so-called big societies, they are not agreeable to accept them. You see? Although çästra does not say so. Çästra says, mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù. "If one takes shelter of Me, even he is born in päpa-yoni"... Striyaù vaiçyäs tathä..., te 'pi yänti paräà gatim, "they can also be elevated to the highest exalted position." And in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam it is, many places it is said that a low-born person can be elevated. Caëòalo 'pi dvija çreñöho hari-bhakti-paräyaëaù.
Governor: We have right example of Välméki.

Prabhupäda: Ah, Välméki. There were many. There were, are many. Närada. Närada was a son of a maidservant, çüdra. He had no father. So däsé-putra. And he became Närada. So where is the restriction? Similarly, in the Jabalopaniñad, Satyakäma Jabala, he was also a prostitute's son. And he approached Gautama Muni, "You kindly make me your disciple." Gautama Muni said, "What you are?" "I am my mother's son, that's all." "Then who is your father?" "That I do not know." "Ask your mother." So mother replied, "My dear son, I do not know who is your father." And he came and said to Gautama Muni, "Sir, my mother also does not know who is my father." Then Gautama Muni said, "Yes, you are brähmaëa. Come on. I shall..." Because speaking truth. So unless you are a son of a brähmaëa, you cannot speak such secret truth. Nobody will say that "I do not know who is my father." It is social scandal even up to date. But he plainly said that "My mother does not know who is my father." So immediately Gautama Muni accepted him as brähmaëa: "You are telling the truth." Satya çamaù damaù. Because it is first qualification. So such a high cultural life. Now we should take standard çästra and follow and establish educational institution to train them. Otherwise, simply by crying in the wilderness, what will be the result? Now some result is there because I am practically training them. And before me, all the swamis went there. They lectured, that's all. So what is the meaning of lectures unless you train them? That "Our Hindu religion is very great, very nice, and whatever you like, you can do. It doesn't matter." Then where is the training? Now little effect is there because I am training them.

As soon as one comes to me for becoming disciple, I place before him that "You have to give up all these habits." When he agrees, then I accept him. And therefore I have got some selected, trained-up men.
So there must be this training college, institution, and proper training according to the çästra.
Then there is possibility of changing the whole situation. Then what is next?

Brahmänanda: "The injunctions of çästras regarding charity and how it should be practiced in the present conditions. The injunction of the çästra about charity is that charity should be given to qualified brähmaëa or sannyäsé because they will spend it for the benefit of the whole human society. This is called charity in goodness. In the çästras there..."

Prabhupäda: Just like we are getting charity, crores of rupees, but we are spending for this Kåñëa consciousness movement, not for drinking. And if charity is given to a drunkard, what he will do? He will drink only. Therefore charity is recommended to be given to the brähmaëa and the sannyäsé, no other else. Then? [ ]

Prabhupäda: Ah. Varnäçrama college, that training factual brähmaëa. And the government should be, as I explained to you, that if one is proclaiming himself as a brähmaëa, he must act as a brähmaëa. If one is proclaiming as a kñatriya, he must act as a kñatriya.

Otherwise, there will be no restriction, and a çüdra will claim to be brähmaëa.

That will create a disturbing situation.

In Påthu Mahäräja's time it was strictly prohibited that...

That is stated in Bhagavad-gétä, sva-dharme nidhanaà çreyaù para-dharmo bhayävahaù.

So if one is claiming to be brähmaëa he must be brähmaëa.

That is another way of reforming the (S)society.

And nowadays everyone is a çüdra, 

and somebody is claiming, 

"I am brähmaëa," "I am kñatriya," "I am this," "I am that."

Formerly the brähmaëas (were) strictly following. They would not accept... 

In the çästras it is said that the brähmaëa in bad time may become a kñatriya. Just like Dronäcärya. He was brähmaëa, but he became a kñatriya for certain reason, and acting like kñatriya, although he was respected as brähmaëa, but he was acting as a kñatriya. 

So it is advised that brähmaëa may take the profession of a kñatriya and up to the vaiçya. 

(Ed: what to speak of less than chandala, as since there is not even any  bonafide vaisya, where is the question of being as sudra who eats what the vaisya produces?)

But if he takes the profession of a çüdra, then he is fallen. Then he is fallen. So this cultural institution should now be introduced. And the other countries, they are still respectful to the Indian culture. That's a fact. I have studied.

Morning Walk                                       April 23, 1975, Våndävana

[break] ...they are keeping, 
but it is not possible to give them food by purchasing. 
They are taking food from the street. Similarly, the poor man keep a cow. 
It is not possible to purchase food for the cows. 
So maintain in this way, so, by natural food. 
And in Germany I have seen. They are not given extra food. 
They are living by pasturing ground. 
That should be arranged
. 
They should get food from the ground, not that we have to purchase food for them. 
Then you cannot maintain.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We just recently went to Govardhana Hill. Several years ago the grass at Govardhana Hill was very nice and long and green. This year, though, it didn't seem so green. It was very brown and...

Prabhupäda: Yes, from Kåñëa's time the Govardhana grass was being supplied to the cows. Therefore Kåñëa recommended, "Better worship Govardhana Hill. Why you are going to Indra?"

Puñöa Kåñëa: So that means that it is possible for long green grasses to grow in this area.

Prabhupäda: Yes, everywhere. The only difficulty is there is no water, no supply of water. In the rainy season this will be all green immediately, immediately, without any delay. So, the only difficulty—there is no water.

Guest: In Gujarat now the same problem is there and they are digging well, five-acre well, just we have dug at Mäyäpur, and collecting water. Rainwater is collected that way. So here also it can be done for a small farm. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...saìkértana, then water will come. You haven’t got to do  anything. Otherwise the words of Gétä will be false. Yajïaiù... Yajïäd bhavanti parjanyaù. The formula is there. You perform yajïa and the water will be supplied. They are not performing yajïa.

Dhananjaya: So then it's very important to perform twenty-four-hour kértana here.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Devotee (2): From that, then, the rains will be produced.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But we should not chant for rain. That will automatically come. But you should chant for pleasing Kåñëa.

Makhanlal: There's some rumors that there will be a drought in the United States, a very severe drought.

Tripuräri: But by the devotees chanting they would never have to...

Prabhupäda: Yes, everywhere.

Makhanlal: Even if there was drought for the nondevotees, the devotees would, automatically wouldn't have to worry about such a thing.

Prabhupäda: [break] ...stopped, then your whole business stop. Imagine if these hills were green. How much foodstuff would have been available both for the animal, for the man. All dry, all dry. People should immediately accept this chanting to solve this problem. [break] And the yajïa means yajïaiù saìkértana.

Morning Walk           May 7, 1975, Perth

Amogha: Çréla Prabhupäda, in Sikhism there was Guru Nanak and Guru Granth Sahib. Is that actually a real scripture, and was Guru Nanak actually a devotee? Or is that not correct?

Prabhupäda: They created a system of religion which can include Hindus and Muslim. That was at the time needed. But that is not a good system of religion.

Paramahaàsa: You mean a compromise between the two.

Prabhupäda: Compromise, yes. There was too much strain between Hindus and Muslims, so he wanted to make a compromise. Actually there was only Vedic culture all over the world. As the things deteriorated, new systems of religion came in. Either the Sikh religion or the Christian or this religion, Muslim religion. They are, what is called, deformed type of religion. Religion is that sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà [Bg. 18.66]. That is religion. These are later on deformed.
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Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore those who are in high standard, they do not take anything as wrong. Everyone is suffering his own reaction. Then bhaktas, they think, tat te 'nukampäà susamékñamäëo bhuïjäna evätma-kåtaà vipäkam. When a devotee is in trouble, he thinks that "I am suffering for my past deeds. (break) ...me." That is a devotee's attitude. "Let me do my business, chant Hare Kåñëa." And then he is sure. Such person is assured to come back. He doesn't care for all this suffering. He thinks, "I am suffering for my past deeds. That's all. Why shall I bother myself? Let me do my present duty, Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa." That is the first-class position. He is assured. In spite of all material difficulties, if he goes on with chanting, then his chance is first. That is stated. Däya-bhäk. Däya-bhäk means he inherits God's property as the son's inherits the father's property. Däya-bhäk. So we should be callous with all these political, social... We should simply go on. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu. He was callous. Family affairs, wife's responsibility, for mother's responsibility for... Nothing. Simply chant Hare Kåñëa. Kértanéyaù sadä hariù. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's life. Even didn't care for anything, no responsibility. "My only business is chanting." That is... You preach for some time. Then you simply engage in chanting.

Preaching means to make him strong, preaching, to become firmly convinced in Kåñëa consciousness. That is preaching.

So when he is firmly convinced, 

then he can give up preaching and sit down and simply chant.

Not in the beginning. That is imitation. He must be firmly convinced.
So we have to study Caitanya Mahäprabhu's life.

Except--this is the clear   and simple truth—
except chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, 

there is no other business  of the   human being.

So this preaching is also chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra. This is preaching. 

That has been shown by all the disciples of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. All the Gosvämés, Haridäsa Öhäkura and others, only did that, how to develop Kåñëa consciousness, no other business. That is sannyäsa. He has no other business. To preach Kåñëa consciousness, to practice Kåñëa consciousness, to convince Kåñëa consciousness, that's all, no other business. We don't take part in politics, sociology, and mental speculation, "science," or so on, so on, all nonsense. We reject, all kicked out. That is the perfection. It is simply waste of time. These are all superficial. Just like waves in the sea. Where is the meaning? The waves are going on. [ ]

Paramahaàsa: In India they don't grow that big. They are very small.

Prabhupäda: Nobody takes care. 
The man also grows very small. There is no food, there is no soil. Poverty lives. 
Daridra-doña guëa-näçe, when a person becomes poverty-stricken, all his quality goes away. He might have very good qualification but if... (break) Unfortunately, being misguided, this position of opulence, they are misusing it, and therefore becoming hippies. Simply misusing it. Instead of utilizing the position for development of Kåñëa consciousness, they are misusing it.

So timely the movement has come to your country. 

Just try to apply in your practical life, 

preach all over the world, 

at least all over your own country. 

Here also, the Australians, they have got opulence. Try to relieve them. 

You are American or Australian?

Jayadharma: I'm an Australian, Prabhupäda.

Paramahaàsa: Australian, he says.

Prabhupäda: Australian, that's nice. 

Learn this art and preach. 

There is good potency in your country. You are also not poverty. Kåñëa says, imaà räjarñayo viduù. Räjarñi means very rich, kings. He never said, "All the bungees understood it. All the wretched class understood it." He never taught. It is meant for the leaders of the society, opulent kings and leaders. It is meant for them. Poverty-stricken man cannot under... But there is no bar, there is no hindrance. But this is especially meant for the opulent person. 

Otherwise why Kåñëa says imaà räjarñayo viduù? 

And He instructed first to the sun-god. He is not ordinary person. 

He instructed later on to Arjuna. He is not ordinary person.

Because one important person  learns   THE  SCIENCE, 

he will preach it all over the earth. 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu has directly said they are not ordinary persons. So unless one is materially not ordinary, he cannot preach. All the Gosvämés, they were coming from respectable... [ ]

Paramahaàsa: Actually, I noticed that myself so many times in the way you handle money and the managerial affairs, very expert.

Prabhupäda: Yes, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... Çré-caitanya-mano 'bhéñöaà sthäpitaà yena bhü-tale, svayaà rüpa gosvämé. Who established the mission of Caitanya Mahäprabhu? Rüpa Gosvämé. He was minister. 

He was not a cultivator, plow department.
Paramahaàsa: It's very difficult in Kali-yuga to get the advanced materialists such as ministers and big businessmen...

Prabhupäda: You can convert. It is not difficulty. How the Rüpa Gosvämé was converted? Because the expert man... That person was Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu. So if you become expert, you can convert. How this governor was coming, how these politicians were coming?

Paramahaàsa: Because you're the expert.

Prabhupäda: It is not just we. 

You have to become expert to convert another expert. 

If you are not experienced, how you can convert others?

Paramahaàsa: Is it true that you will end up converting people according to your own..., in other words, you convert people of your own caliber?

Prabhupäda: Not own caliber, any caliber. That requires expert management.

Paramahaàsa: But if you become high quality or high class, then automatically you attract that type of person.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That you can do. 

You American people, you can do. 

That I am instructing. You can do. 

And actually, because some of you will cooperate the movement is going on. 

Therefore I came to America. 

When I found that in India no intelligent boys were coming, then I decided, "Let me go to America."

Paramahaàsa: Still, even after you went to America and brought back so many European and American disciples, still the Indians are so slow to come and join.

Prabhupäda: Because they have been... The disease is very chronic. They are not opulent. That diagnosis already given. They have become poverty-stricken. So daridra-doña guëa naçe. Although they are born in India, they have got many qualification, due to this poverty-stricken position, they... Their first business is how to... Because they have got family attachment, so they cannot sacrifice. They will work very, very hard. You have seen how they are going to office, how..., because they have got the responsibility of family. That is Indians another feature. They take family responsibility. In your country there is no such thing. There is no family. There is no family responsibility. In India still that old tradition is going on. Therefore they cannot sacrifice the family responsibility, although they are willing. And the whole thing is it is due to poverty-stricken position. They have got family responsibilities. They think, "If I go, then whole family will starve. How can I go?" That is the exact position. And to come to that stage, that "Let my family starve, I don't mind," that is very higher stage. That is sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja, "Oh, no responsibility, simply I have got respons..." That is not ordinary stage. You cannot expect these things from ordinary man.

Jayadharma: A person may see somebody do that, may think that they're irresponsible.

Prabhupäda: Yes, escaping, so many accusations. But with all these accusations one can do that. There is no harm. But that position is not for all.
Paramahaàsa: Due to that poverty-stricken condition, if someone does come to us, they usually want to get something from us.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Yes. You find out this verse, tyaktvä sva-dharmaà caraëämbujaà harer. Find out first the index.

Paramahaàsa: First Canto. Yellow. Yellow.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Here, here. Find out this verse: tyaktvä sva-dharmaà caraëämbujaà harer bhajann apakvo 'tha patet tato yadi, yatra kva väbhadram abhüd amuñya kià...
Amogha:
tyaktvä sva-dharmaà caraëämbujaà harer
bhajann apakvo 'tha patet tato yadi
yatra kva väbhadram abhüd amuñya kià
ko värtha äpto 'bhajatäà sva-dharmataù
"Translation: One who has forsaken his material occupations to engage in the devotional service of the Lord may sometimes fall down while in an immature stage, yet there is no danger of his being unsuccessful. On the other hand, a nondevotee, though fully engaged in occupational duties, does not gain anything."

Prabhupäda: That's it. They are thinking, "I am doing my duty," but they do not gain anything. And a person doesn't care for any responsibility; he comes to Kåñëa consciousness. He gains something. Even if he falls down in immature stage, he gains something. But other man, he is doing his duty very nicely, but he is gaining nothing.

Room Conversation with Carol Cameron          May 9, 1975, Perth
Gaëeça: Çréla Prabhupäda, if the knowledge was handed down by the saintly kings, evaà paramparä-präptam [Bg. 4.2], how is it that the knowledge was lost?

Prabhupäda: 
When it was not handed down. 
Simply understood by speculation. 
Or if it is not handed down as it is. 
They might have made some changes. 
Or they did not hand it down. 
Suppose I handed it down to you, but if you do not do that, then it is lost. Now the Kåñëa consciousness movement is going on in my presence. Now after my deparature, if you do not do this, then it is lost. If you go on as you are doing now, then it will go on. But if you stop... (end)
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Prabhupäda: No, no. First of all think, that you say that your charge is "They are introducing caste system." But the Hindu caste system is already there. How do you say that I am introducing? That is my point.

Jayadharma: That is my foolishness.

Prabhupäda: (laughing lightly) You cannot say that I have introduced it. It is already there. As it is there in India, it is also everywhere. It may be under different names. The four classes are already there, everywhere. The... Even in Muslim, they have also got the (indistinct), what is called, mohallas, priestly class. They have got. We are introducing the systematic caste system, but caste system is already there, everywhere. Maybe under different names. And it is necessary. The caste system is there as a matter of necessity. You cannot abolish it. But it is now existing in a deformed manner. People should be systematic and organized. That we are trying to. Not that a new thing we are trying to introduce. It is already there. Our proposition is that "You priestly class, you must act exactly as a priest-ideal priest. You are a drunkard, you are woman-hunter, you are doing everything nonsense, and at the same time you are passing on as priest—this should be stopped." This should be stopped. The priestly class, or the brähmaëas, they should be trained up to become truthful, how to control mind, how to control senses, and tolerant, and very learned, knowing God also—these things are required. They should be the first-class, ideal men. Similarly, the kñatriyas, they must be fearless; they must be very boldly, face fighting the enemies; they must have the capacity to govern nicely so that people will not have any complaint against the government. In this way they should be trained up. And the mercantile class of man, they should produce enough food grains, not motor tires. That is çüdra's business—artisans—that is çüdra. The vaiçyas' business is first to see that in the country there is enough food for eating—both for the human being and the animals. The human being should not complain that there is no sufficient food grains, therefore they're eating flesh. No. Flesh is not for human being. They should live on food grains. Just like dahl. Dahl is as good as meat. It is from food grain. And there is sufficient varieties of dahl they can eat. They can make so many preparations, palatable preparations. Why are the prices of food grains increasing? Because there is shortage. If there is enough food, the price will automatically decrease, because everyone want to sell. So, the price will decrease, naturally. It will be so lavishly available that you can give food grains even to the animals, like cows and goats and other so many animals. Let them eat. That is the business of the vaiçya man. And go-rakñya. Another business is to protect the cows, and to give them food nicely so the cows will give enough milk. And from milk, you know, so many nice preparations, all full of vitamins. So why they should be killed? You are killing; the blood is not utilized, you are taking the flesh. But flesh is transformation of the blood. And milk is also transformation of the blood. So if you take, just like channa, it is as good as flesh. By taste, by benefit—as good as. So why if you can take the flesh and blood in a human way-blood is transformed into milk, and from milk there are so many good preparations-ghee, yoghurt, burfi, channa, so many preparations are available. This panir, channa, and let the animal live peacefully. Why are you cutting his throat? You require some benefit from the animal. Take this benefit. Why should you kill? If he can live and give better service, then why shall I try to kill? What is this human civilization? Is that human civilization, that I am taking service from you, and I am cutting your throat? Is that humanity? What is the answer?

Jayadharma: No, it's animal civilization.

Prabhupäda: Anyone who takes milk... Everyone takes milk. The cow is the mother. Mother gives milk. And mother, when she cannot supply milk, mother should be cut up. Is that a very good philosophy? Is it human philosophy? What is the answer? But if you say that somebody wants to, say in your country majority they want to eat meat. So, if you put that argument, then you can eat some lower animals. You can eat the pigs. You are eating also, pigs. Not in a massive scale. Massive scale—if you are Christian you should follow your religious scripture: "Thou shall not kill!" This should be the principle. But if you are a räkñasa, if you want to eat meat, then at least don't kill the cows. You can eat other, insignificant animals. You are eating also. You are eating everything. Except the moving cars, you are eating all the moving animals. The car also moves, but you cannot eat. Otherwise you are killing everything. You have become so civilized rascal that your business is to kill other animals and eat. You are so civilized. You are still in the crude form of human being, just like in the jungles, the aborigines, the Africans, they do not know how to develop civilization—crude methods, eating the animals. That also, they are not so uncivilized that they keep slaughterhouses. You are so uncivilized that you are keeping slaughterhouses, regularly. These Africans and other jungle people they eat meat, but they directly kill. They have no such civilization as to maintain a slaughterhouse. The tigers eat meat, but they do not keep a slaughterhouse. And you are civilized. You are keeping slaughterhouse. Why should you keep? The government shouldn't allow you to keep slaughterhouses. If anyone wants to eat meat, let them eat like tigers and others. Individually, kill one animal—a lower animal, not cows. This should be the government law. You can kill one insignificant animal, like pigs or goats. It has not very much use. You kill it in your home, before your children and family, and eat. THe government may not have any objection. But why should you maintain slaughterhouses?
Prabhupäda: ...So the agriculturist and the mercantile men,

they should produce enough food,
give protection to the cows, and IF there is excess, sell it.

Where there is not enough food grain produced, you can make business.

That is the instruction given in Bhagavad-gétä, kåñi-go-rakñya väëijyam.
That is really needed. (Ed: i.e. NOW, the next step, i.e. first...)

Nobody is interested.
Everyone comes to the city, the  mercantile  class. 

They are doing business, big, big skyscraper building, 

and they have artificial money, paper. (Ed: not REAL money as in grains and cows)

And instead of eating food grains they are maintaining slaughterhouses. 

(Ed: AND by buying food grains and milk products) 

This is not good civilization. Hare Kåñëa. (end)
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Amogha: They used to think that because there is overpopulation we will go to another planet and then begin living there.

Prabhupäda: No question of overpopulation.

There are so many land.

You do not know  how to live.
There is no question of overpopulation. You want to live like cats and dogs. Therefore you fight; there is scarcity. If you live properly, there is no question of scarcity. [break]

Otherwise it is perfect. Everything is perfect.

There is no  question  of  inconvenience.

You live according to the direction of Bhagavad-gétä;

there is no question of scarcity, inconvenience, overpopulation. Everything is made.

Amogha: People just take it for granted that...                                                      Prabhupäda: Huh?

Amogha: Due to the propaganda, people take it for granted, "Yes, there is overpopulation. Yes, there is lack of food. There is starvation, this and that."

Prabhupäda: Because they cannot manage, 
so they give some other cause.
Amogha: Yeah. They blame it on nature.                                                                Prabhupäda: Yes.

Amogha: But they don't know that nature's arrangement is perfect.

Paramahaàsa: They spend billions of dollars to try to go in space, but they don't spend that money for food. [break]

Devotee (1): In the Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa says He creates the four varëas and äçramas, so these four classes of men are everywhere. I was just wondering if it is correct to say that each man only finds his satisfaction performing a particular type of work according to his mode of nature? Is that correct?

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes.

Devotee (1): For instance, a man who is in the mode of passion like a kñatriya, he only finds satisfaction when he's engaged in warfare or administrative work. Similarly so with a vaiçya or a çüdra...
Prabhupäda: Yes. I think it is... Maybe it is described in Seventeenth Chapter. According to our free will, we are associating with certain type of the modes of material nature, and then we become subjected to that material modes. The same example: you infect some disease, contamination, and you gain the result of it. 

So our endeavor should be how to raise ourself to the first, to the sattva-guëa. 

That we can do. 

And then transcend sattva-guëa and reach the spiritual platform. 

Everyone is trying to improve his position, 

but they do not know what is meant by improvement. 

Improvement means mostly they are in tamo-guëa, ignorance. 

So rise from tamo-guëa to rajo-guëa, rajo-guëa to sattva-guëa, and then sattva-guëa to transcendence. 

That is improvement. 

So generally, people are suffering on account of association with tamo-guëa and rajo-guëa, whole material world, mostly tamo-guëa and few of them in rajo-guëa. The symptoms of rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa are lust and greediness. Just like yesterday you told me the students are talking about homosex. That means tamo-guëa, that the education--students, they are discussing about homosex. That means tamo-guëa, lusty desires, very prominent, and how to fulfill, by homosex or sex with woman. This is their subject matter, käma. 

So everyone in this material world infected with this 

tamo-guëa, all lusty desires, in various ways, varieties. 

And some of them in rajo-guëa--politics and improvement of material condition. 

So we have to cut down this tamo-guëa and rajo-guëa, 

come to the sattva-guëa. 

Then he'll not be disturbed by these lusty desires and greediness. 

Then he'll be happy. 

Sthita-sattve prasédati. 

When he comes to the sattva-guëa, now he has to make  further progress, sattva-guëa. 

And the progress means, 

being situated in sattva-guëa 

if he advances in devotional service, Kåñëa consciousness, 

then he surpasses all the material qualities. 

That is perfection of life.

Devotee (2): Çréla Prabhupäda, is it that when a devotee is situated in the mode of goodness and that...

Prabhupäda: Devotee is situated above goodness.

Devotee (2): Transcendental.

Prabhupäda: Hmm.

Devotee (2): Is it still that there's greed and lust there, but he becomes transcendental to it? Or are the greed and lust...?

Prabhupäda: Degradation can take place at any moment. We are in the material world. It is the degraded place. So infection can take place at any moment.

Devotee (2): It's always trying to creep in.

Prabhupäda: But if you remain steady in Kåñëa consciousness then it will not touch; you'll not be infected. If you take proper vaccine, so even though you are in the diseased condition, you will not be infected. Otherwise there is chance of being infected of anyone.

Devotee (1): So if we devotees...

Srutakirti: Better move over. (Car approaches and passes)

Prabhupäda: Why they are coming here?

Devotee (1): They're coming to fish and to surf.

Prabhupäda: Waste time. Finding out opportunity how to waste valuable time. They do not know that every moment they are dying. Dying, death has begun since he, one takes birth. And our business is before dying we must be prepared for the next life. But they have no knowledge. That is ignorance, tamo-guëa.
Devotee (1): So if we as devotees in Kåñëa consciousness movement are transcendental to these modes, does that mean that we can...

Prabhupäda: You are not  transcendental.

You are trying to be transcendental.

You should always remember that "We are trying to be transcendental." 

When you are actually on transcendental state, you will not be affected by any modes of material nature. Therefore you should be very cautious and careful. Just like on the sea, you are in the boat. You are transcendental. But the boat may can merge into the water any moment unless you are very carefully plying it. At any moment. You are not in the water, you are safe on the boat, but if you do not carefully ply your boat, then you can fall down at any moment. The comparison is given, nå-deham ädyam sulabhaà sudurlabhaà. Sulabhaà. This human form of body is just like a very nice boat to cross over this ocean of ignorance, and the guru is the pilot or the captain. And the çästras are favorable wind. Just like if you are going this direction, if the wind is blowing this..., then automatically your boat is pushed. And behind the boat, what is called, the boat, that thing? He takes the...

Amogha: The oar, rudder...

Srutakirti: The oarsman. Oarsmen.

Prabhupäda: Oarsman, all of them are. Chief?

Amogha: The steersman or the pilot?

Prabhupäda: Yes, the chief man. So the guru is there. He is the chief man, giving direction, or the captain. And others are plying, and the boat is also strong, and the wind is also favorable. 

In this circumstances, if you cannot cross, then you make suicide. 

The çästras are there. That is favorable wind. You get the way. And the spiritual master is directing, "Do like this." And you have got a nice boat and you are plying. Now cross over. Very big ocean in the material world. Just see the sky, how big it is. So we have to cross this material sky, penetrate the covering, then go to the spiritual sky. Then you are safe. Paras tasmät tu bhävaù anyaù 'vyakto 'vyaktät sanätanaù. That place, even after destruction of this whole material world, that is safe. So we have to go there, plying the boat. Therefore Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, "You rascal, give up everything. 

Surrender unto Me. And surrender unto Me. 

Follow My instruction as I have given. 

(Ed: beginning with Third chapter of Bhagavad Gita as Srila Prabhupada prescribed for us to live and show at the same time save time for chanting))
THEN you are safe. 

But that they will not do. They will try to cheat Kåñëa by interpretation, "This means this. This means that." That they will do, these rascals, big, big rascals. Kåñëa says something, and they will misinterpret. Kåñëa says, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto, and Dr. Radhakrishnan says, "No, no, it is not to the Kåñëa person." Just see how misleading these rascals. Why you should interpret upon Kåñëa's word? If you have got your own philosophy, you write another book. Why do you touch Bhagavad-gétä? This is their cheating. Bhagavad-gétä is a popular book. Gandhi also took Bhagavad-gétä for his political diplomacy. This is going on. And they'll never agree to accept Bhagavad-gétä as it is. They'll never agree. The other day I was there in Kurukñetra. They have got their own plan--mänava-dharma, this dharma, that dharma. Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityajya: "You give up all these. Kick out all this so-called rascaldom. You just surrender unto Me." That they will not do. Except this, everything which is going on in the name of religion, that is cheating. 

Everyone is misinterpret... Just like Christians, they have misinterpreted: "Kill means murder. It is meant for man." 

That means they are making their own lusty desires fulfilled in the name of Bible, that's all.

Everyone is doing like that. They are changing. Mass opinion is now homosex. They are passing abortion. They are passing... What is this? This is their business.

For fulfillment of their lusty desires and greediness, 

(Ed: milk products from the slaughterhouse)

they are bringing the authority of Bible, Bhagavad-gétä.

This is going on in the name of religion. [ ]

Room Conversation (2?) with Justin Murphy (Geographer)

May 14(?), 1975, Perth

Prabhupäda: So you should perform yajïa. If you don't perform yajïa, then nature will restrict supply and put so many impediments. That yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù... If you regularly perform yajïa, then there will be sufficient rainfall. There is sufficient water. Just like all around there is water. There is no scarcity of water. But you cannot touch it without God's intervention. The same water will be converted into cloud and will be distributed on the land, and the water again glide down to the reservoir of water. This is nature's way. But if you do not perform yajïa, this machine will not work to get water from the sea, convert into cloud, and then distribute. This will be restricted... [ ]

Devotee: He says we have to consider the men who are working the machines to take down the forest for agriculture... Is that what you mean?

Justin Murphy: The point I'm making is that there are so many people in Australia who would have no time. They are too busy making money. They are too busy doing what...

Prabhupäda: But what you will do with money? If there is no grain, then will you eat money? (laughter)

Justin Murphy: Certainly not.

Prabhupäda: That is foolishness. That is foolishness.

Money is not required.  Required-- food grains... [ ]

Prabhupäda: But I... Your problem and my problem is not different. You are thinking... I am not thinking. It may be. But you require food grain, I require food grain, the animals require food grain, and everyone requires food grain. So if there is sufficient food grain, then everyone will be happy...[ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore you must have pure water. And that water is manufactured or supplied through God's machine, not your machine.

Justin Murphy: Certainly not. And I wouldn't presume to suggest in any way that that was the case. What our problem is, though, is that because...

Prabhupäda: So that problem solved if you perform sacrifice. That is the verse. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. And yajïäd bhavati parjanyo yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. Very simple formula. If we follow this formula, that first of all, if we want regular water supply... That we want. Not that "if we want." We must have regular water supply. So that is possible by performing yajïa.
Justin Murphy: Um hm, um hm.

Prabhupäda: Yajïa means to satisfy the Supreme Lord. That is yajïa. Yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. Karma means your activities. Whatever you are doing, that is karma...
Prabhupäda: No, no... Ultimately, you require sufficient supply of water to grow your food, vegetables. Or even if you are animal-eater, to maintain your animals you require sufficient water. And that is recommended, that yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù. And the yajïa is very simple: chanting the holy name of the Lord. So why not introduce, that every home, every factory, every community, every place, they should sit down at least for half an hour and chant the holy name of the Lord?

Justin Murphy: Could I ask you very simply? You suggest this. If we all do this, will that, for example, remove the problems that we do, that our society, at any rate, at any guess, generates for ourself? We have more and more pollution. Depending on the way the wind blows, for example, we get at times choking pollution from the industrial complexes down to the south of this city. Are these problems going to be...

Prabhupäda: No, no, the next question will be, "If you get sufficient grain for eating, why should you take to industry?"
Justin Murphy: To make money, very simply.

Prabhupäda: Then what for, money?
Money means you require the necessities of life. So...
Justin Murphy: But that's not what the multinational corporations that enjoy using Australia's resources are going to say. All of the hills to the east of Perth are almost entirely made up of bauxite, from which of course, we get, not that, the stainless steel, but from which we get aluminum. Aluminum is a very... Bauxite is a very, very favored material now. The West Indies are rich in it, and a few other countries, but not many. Australia is now part of, as they call it, part of "the bauxite club." And Dr. Cairns(?), our deputy prime minister and treasurer, was some months ago talking with a number of people in the West Indies about fixing world prices for bauxite and eventually aluminum. America has Comalco and Alcoa, two very large international groups, have large interests in the bauxite in the hills around Perth. They are out to make money. They're in it to return money to their shareholders in America.

Prabhupäda: But therefore, there are two ways of living. One way of living is called material enjoyment, or sense enjoyment. This is one way of life. In Sanskrit it is called pravåtti-märga, "How to enjoy more, more, more, more, more." This is called pravåtti-märga. 

That is going on. The whole... 

At the present moment the whole civilization, throughout the whole world—

everyone is trying to get more money. 

More money means more sense enjoyment. 

More money means more sense enjoyment. This is called pravåtti-märga.
Justin Murphy: Well, maybe less enjoyment but more possessions.

Prabhupäda: No, enjoyment in this way of life more sense enjoyment,

you will never be able to enjoy or happiness. That is not possible.
That is the nature's way. (Aside:) You can close the door. 

If you simply want to enjoy, you can enjoy. But you will create more miseries.

So this is one way of life, that you enjoy your senses and create more miseries.

This is one way of life. 

And if you want to decrease your miseries, then there is another life, which is called simple life.

Simple life means you produce your food
and you produce your cloth so you dress yourself nicely,

you eat, yourself, nicely,

Keep yourself fit and glorify the Lord.

This is one way of life.

And the other way of life, that "We don't care for the Lord. Let us enjoy the senses to the topmost capacity and be happy..."

So this way of life will never make you happy. 

You will simply go on struggling. This is one way of life. Another way of life, that the human life is meant for God realization... [ ]

Prabhupäda: The human life is meant for acquiring knowledge, real knowledge.

Justin Murphy: But so many people don't see it that way.

Prabhupäda: At least one class of men must be thoroughly conversant, thoroughly aware of the things as they are. They are called brähmaëas.
Therefore the Society should be divided into four classes.

The first-class men, who have got full knowledge of life and the problems of life... That there should be, the first-class men. They may be very few; it doesn't matter. Ideal class. People will learn by their behavior, by their character, by their knowledge. So must be there. Then the next class would be

the administrators. They would be advised by the first-class men, and they would administer the state. 

And the third-class men, they should produce food, 

enough food for the whole population.
(Ed: again, everyone eating on the basis of cow and bull protection)

And the fourth-class men would assist these three higher class, first class, second class and third class.

THIS is the arrangement, nature's arrangement. There are first-class men; there are second-class men; there are third-class men; there are fourth-class men.

But if you produce simply fourth-class men, there cannot be  any adjustment.
It will be chaotic Society.

That is the present position, that there is no first-class men, there is no second-class men. There may be some third-class men, and all fourth-class men. This is the position. Therefore the whole human society is in chaotic condition. The first-class man should understand this. Therefore it is called dhéras tatra na muhyati. What is the meaning of dhéra? Just see.

Paramahaàsa: Sober.

Prabhupäda: Sober, gentle. He understands immediately. Because...

Justin Murphy: But would you... Again... This thing, the attainment of this first class, which, if I understand you correctly, you're saying is very, very necessary for...

Prabhupäda: All are necessary.

Justin Murphy: ...for the removal... Yes, sure. But you're saying that we don't have the first class of man.

Prabhupäda: So you create.

Justin Murphy: But... But...

Prabhupäda: By education you create.
Justin Murphy: Fine. But how... O.K. How about, then the, some of the ancient and maybe even now the latter-day philosophers...

Prabhupäda: No, just see...

Justin Murphy: ...the men of sobriety and gentleness, the Bertrand Russells for example.

Prabhupäda: They have to be trained. Just like you have been trained up as geographer; similarly, a certain man can be trained up as first-class man by education.

Justin Murphy: But trained by others or trained by themselves?
Prabhupäda: No, there must be institution. (Ed: varnasrama training college)
Justin Murphy: But surely training by oneself. But training by oneself, such as for example an Albert Einstein or a Bertrand Russell...

Prabhupäda: No, no, no, no, no, no. By teacher. You have become geographer not by yourself.

Justin Murphy: Oh, yes, but we also have many... I'm nowhere near what you're saying is a first-class. I'm talking about some of our latter-day philosophers, and Bertrand Russell is a person, for example, who, for gentleness, sobriety, and thought, whom I admire very much. And he has attained that himself. He hasn't been... He was certainly, as we all must be, surely, trained to begin with. But then it's a process of individual thought.

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. No, no, no. But that's all right. Just like we have got different institution--this is for educating engineers, this is for educating medical man, this is for educating geographer--as there are different departments.
Justin Murphy: Oh, sure, to begin with, and so there must be.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, there must be a department to train first-class men. That is required.

Justin Murphy: We don't have them in our universities.

Prabhupäda: So therefore it is chaotic, no first-class men, all third class, fourth class. [ ]

Justin Murphy: What are the specifications for your first-class man?

Prabhupäda: No, I am not talking about you particularly, but general way, general way. So this is first-class man. Çamaù damaù titikñä. Now, suppose I was not a first-class man; I was a fourth-class man. Now I want to become a first-class man. So I was eating meat. Just these boys, European, American boys, they were eating everything. Now they have given up. On my word or to associate with me, they have given up meat-eating, illicit sex, meat-eating. So in the beginning it may be disturbing because "I am habituated to all these things, and by my spiritual master order not to do this..." So it may be disturbing. But that is called titikñä, tolerance: "No, I have to do it. If I want to make progress to become first-class man, this is order, so I must do it even..." The tolerance. Even it is disturbing... In the beginning. It is not disturbing. In the beginning, because I habituated to do something... Just like a thief. If you ask him to become honest, it will be disturbing for him because he is habituated to steal.

So that we have to tolerate. Therefore it is called titikñä. Çamaù damaù titikñä ärjavam.

Ärjavam means simple life, simplicity, that

"If I can live in this way, 

why shall I acquire so many things for artificial life?"
That is called ärjavam. [ ]
Justin Murphy: Really. I wish you all well. Well, I hope I won't give you offense if I look at my watch and say that...

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is a very important matter. If you do not spare time, that is your business, but... (laughs)

Justin Murphy: I'm afraid my life is one of these selfish lives. It's a life that's dominated by...

Prabhupäda: No, it is natural, JUST NATURAL.
Just like why first-class men required in Society?

Just like in your body there is first-class part, second-class part, third-class part, and fourth-class part.

Just like your head is the first-class part of your body.

I  f   YOUR  head  is  cut  off,  then
 EVERYTHING is finished.
Justin Murphy: True.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, if in the Society, if we don't create first-class men,

THAT SOCIETY IS DEAD.  THAT SOCIETY IS DEAD.

So   at the present moment there is no first-class men according to this word.
Therefore there is chaotic condition, problems, and so on, so on, so on.

So unless you create  at least a few  percentage of the people

first-class men according to THIS standard,

THERE   CANNOT   BE   ANY   PROGRESS.
THIS IS MY LAST WORD TO YOU.

Morning Walk                         May 14 (?), 1975, Perth

Prabhupäda: 

This  artificial way of life will lead to such disasters. 

It is a most artificial way of life. 

It is not natural way... [ ]
Prabhupäda: When they will come to a halt to their sex desire? They have designed so many ways sex desire. The... Who was telling me that some beach, all naked women are there?

Amogha: Oh, yes. In Australia also. They reserve a certain beach for naked bathers.

Prabhupäda: So this is also sex desire. When it will come to end? Most artificial civilization. And the man who came, he is meant for solving the problems, huh?

Amogha: Yes. Usually those type of persons, they just study the problems, but...

Prabhupäda: So what is the study? Anyone can study. Just like we are giving: "It is a most artificial civilization."

Çrutakérti: He's drawing a big salary for studying. He's getting a big research salary.

Paramahaàsa: And he's teaching others how to study the problems, but there's no solution.

Amogha: They have no solution actually.

Prabhupäda: The solution is there. They won't take it.

Solution is there,

that 
every one  produce your own food.

There is so much land; utilize it.

The solution is there. 

NO. 

They want to sit down on the table, chair, in a very nice compartment, and making solution. They won't go.

Amogha: He was saying that your solution was too simple. He said that people will not accept it because it is too simple.

Prabhupäda: That is his ignorance. They will say it is primitive. 

That is the only solution.

According to the Vedic system,

you cannot use anything which you cannot produce.
Suppose this we are using, but according the Vedic system

we should not use it because I cannot produce it.
Then the whole solution is there.

Nobody will manufacture this because there will be no customer.

If I refuse this use of this machine,

thinking that "I cannot produce it; I should not use it,"

then where is the customer?
The so-called industry will automatically stop, and
he has to go to the village outlying.

Paramahaàsa: Some of the orthodox hippies have this philosophy, and they reject all machines and things that they cannot make themselves.

Prabhupäda: That is natural. That is natural. It is good.

But they are not led by good leader.

Otherwise next alternative is this, that

you have to give up this artificial way of civilization.

Now this land is vacant.

We can produce so much food grains if it is utilized. Fruits, flower, vegetables, grains--we can produce.

This land is very good land for producing potato, watermelon, this. (Ed:sandy loam)

Very good land. But who is doing that?

This is the suitable land for producing watermelon. And watermelon is such a nice thing, and potato.

You boil potato and take watermelon, you have full nourishment are supplied.
Very innocent and simple food.

Paramahaàsa: In one science magazine they have published recently there's an article by a man who says we must eat meat because the plants don't have any fatty tissues for making brain tissue, so they say...

Prabhupäda: Rascal. So your brain is causing disaster; still you are developing brain? (laughter) Your brain is causing bankruptcy, and still you want to develop this rubbish brain? Begging money, "You give us money so that we can maintain"? And what is the use of this brain? Burn this brain. Advise him that "You better burn your brain so that you may not create any more disaster." To keep his brain, one animal must be sacrificed. And the brain work is this, that they are creating disaster. What is the use of this brain?

Paramahaàsa: He says that the brain of man is bigger because man has been eating meat for so long.

Prabhupäda: Another rascal. That is the difficulty. The world is full of rascals and demons. And they are leaders. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. "A blind man is leading other blind men."

Devotee (1): Instead of using the land to grow potatoes and watermelons, they're simply using it to build more offices for tables and chairs to study the situation.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. (pause)

Life will be more more dangerous in this Kali-yuga. People will starve.

And they... It is already began. The hippies are going to the forest.

This will be the whole world situation.

Everything will be chaotic.

Amogha: But if they actually go to the forest, then that will be one step.

Prabhupäda: No, it is disappointment. It is simply disappoint... That is not solution. But people will do that. When the one is mad he doesn't know what to do--"Let me go to the forest." Achinna dära-draviëaà gacchanti giri-känanam, it is said. Giri means mountain, and känanam means forest. Giving up their hearth and home... They are already giving up the home, wife, children, and going away. Everybody doing that.

Paramahaàsa: Actually, in so many cases the hippies, they went to the forest, and because there was no standard of spiritual life there, they became discouraged also. They ran into the same problems in the forest that they had in the cities.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Paramahaàsa: So therefore many of these communities that they started back in, about ten years ago, 1960's, they have all folded up because there was nothing to hold them together.

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is no engagement.
Therefore we are proposing  that eat nicely, live nicely,
(Ed: “whatever production you make, you be satisfied” “be satisfied whatever (you) can produce (yourself) locally” “be satisfied, happy with Kåñëa” “be satisfied with (your) products. That's all. There is no need of exchange” etc)

and chant Hare Kåñëa. 

This is the engagement.
But they have no such engagement. How they will live? Änandamayo 'bhyäsät. Every living entity wants some pleasure, but this pleasure is finished. Therefore athäto brahma-jijïäsä. Now they seek... 

Let them seek out pleasure from Brahmän. 

So that they do not know. Now the situation is then no monies. Then they will tax. Those who are living, they will be disturbed by taxation. They have no other means. Kara-piditaù. Kara means tax, and pidita means disturbed. They will be like that.

Amogha: And they will also be forced out.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Such a huge city, if there is no money, they will tax those who are living there more and more.
That is  the  ONLY alternative.
If

you want act ually  peace ful life,

then produce your own necessities of life

and chant Hare Kåñëa and read these books.

THIS is the ONLY solution.

There is no other solution
What is the use of running fifty miles by car to go to one's office and sit down in the office and make plan how to exploit others? This way? 
This is the business: "Make some plan, bluff people, advertisement, and money will come." 
This is their business.

They are not giving anything, simply bluffing.
Just like crossword. They are engaged in making solution. You know that, crossword?

Amogha: The crossword? You mean the puzzle?

Prabhupäda: Yes. And the whole day they are making solution. This is their means of earning money. I have seen it. (pause) (chuckles) He has taken that word very seriously, "fourth-class men." The whole civilization is condemned and producing fourth-class men. And that's a fact.

Devotee (1): Just like you say. Some of the devotees, they fall down although they're striving to be in the mode of goodness. If they're sincere, they still fall down?

Prabhupäda: If they are sincere, how they can fall down?

They are not sincere; therefore they fall down.

Amogha: Madhudviña Swami was telling us once that sincerity must be combined with spiritual strength.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Spiritual strength means sincerity and sincerity means spiritual strength. 

If I promise before the fire, before the Deity, before my spiritual master that "I shall observe the rules and regulation," 

and if I don't follow, then where is my sincerity?

Devotee (1): But the devotees, they're trying to be in the mode of goodness. In the Bhagavad-gétä...
Prabhupäda: Well, the trying... Then why do you take initiation and promise? You are trying. First of all, you be fixed up. Why do you cheat Kåñëa, the spiritual master, the fire? If you are not fixed up, you should not take initiation. Go on.

Devotee (1): In the Bhagavad-gétä Arjuna asks...

Prabhupäda: No, you can fall down (ED: i.e. sleep in) unconsciously.

But if you fall consciously, that is cheating.
I do not want. 

I am trying to keep myself steady, 

but still, if I fall, that is excused.

But if you purposely... 

Just like the Christian atonement. They go to the church and admit, "Yes, I have done these sinful activities, so I pay you something. Excuse it." That is not sincerity. And again, next week, he does the same thing. That is not sincerity.

Paramahaàsa: What would an example of unconscious falldown be?

Prabhupäda: Unconscious falldown, that... Suppose I am prone to... I was very much fond of smoking, but I have given up. So in a society there is smoking, so I become induced. He offers me cigarette, and unconsciously I smoke. 

Then I must repent, "Oh, what I have done?" That is excused. 

But if I secretly smoke and outwardly I show I am a devotee, then what is this? 

This is cheating.

Devotee (1): Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä that sometimes the living entities are compelled to act because of lust.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (1): Even unwillingly.

Prabhupäda: That is...

Unwillingly, when it is done, that is excused.

And willingly, when it is done, it is cheating.

That in your America there was a Moral Rearmament Movement. So it flourished for some days. Their process was admit, admission of sinful activities, that Christian method. "So I will admit. That's all. Again I do. 'Yes, I have done this.' Then my all reaction is gone. Then again I do it." That is described in the Bhägavata, kuïjara-çaucavat, the elephant, elephant's cleanliness. Elephants cleanse very nicely in the water, and as soon as come on the land, they will take dust and throw, immediately. So what is the use of cleansing? Kuïjara-çaucavat. You cleanse; again you become unclean. Then what is the use of cleaning?

Paramahaàsa: Many devotees wish... Now they have become devotees and have had so much bad training, they wish that they could have gone to Gurukula so they would not be so mistrained.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, one boy in Sydney, he has been a devotee for a few years, three or four years, but now he has fallen away because of lusty association, I suppose, or bad association. So is this unwilling or willing, because he has become attracted to women again?

Prabhupäda: That is one of the defects, our society, 

that women are there, and one falls victim of these women. 

And it is not possible to keep the society strictly for men. 

That is also not possible. 

But actually no woman should live in the temple. 

That is the...

Paramahaàsa: Çréla Prabhupäda, the Christians have one place for the women and another place for the men. But we find the women can't organize themselves very well, so it is difficult to organize something like that also.

Prabhupäda: Therefore, if we do not give up lusty desires, 

either we keep separately or together they fall down in the... All these nuns, they are all complicated, although they live separately. There was a convent school in Calcutta, and it was detected that the head minister was supplying women outside for business. Now one brahmacäréëi äçrama is started. This means that the authority of this äçrama, they supply young women to rich, richer class, and they pay money. Business is going on.

Amogha: Where is that äçrama?
Prabhupäda: Brahmacäréëi.

Amogha: Oh. In Calcutta?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not only in India. They have got many branches.

Amogha: They call them brahmacäréëi?
Prabhupäda: Yes. Because nowadays almost every girl is unmarried. So they have devised this äçrama that "Come here." And women can be sold at any cost. People are lusty. So one woman supplied, he pays hundred rupees, two hundred rupees. Business is going on.

Amogha: They come for pilgrimage?

Prabhupäda: No, no. They will be sent to your house. Pay for it. Hotel. In the Kali-yuga the sex impulse is so strong, but it is utilized in so many ways. 

The yogis, swamis, school, college, philosophy--at the end sex, that's all.
Prabhupäda: (break) This man is unemployed... (end) ... (Ed: see next conversation)
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Prabhupäda: This man is unemployed, 

and if we engaged him for plowing,
will he do that?
Paramahaàsa: I don't think so. (laughter) (ED: ???)
Prabhupäda: Just see. (!!!)
Amogha: That's too hard, that's work. "We don't want to work like that, we just want some easy job."

Prabhupäda: Then YOU suffer.
Çrutakérti: That would mean they had to leave the city.
They don't want to leave the city.
Prabhupäda: Then  GO  T O   H E L L 
Çrutakérti: Yes. (Ed: confirmed)

...Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, we received news yesterday that one man in northern New South Wales is willing to sell us a farm, a great big farm out there in the southern tropics. Would this be a good place for engaging boys like the Indian, the Indian boy that came yesterday?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Our next program is to organize farming.
Let anyone come. We shall give him free food and employment: "Come on." 

NOT that "I want to work as a clerk in the city." 

(Ed: or even WORSE use the farm as a base for INDUSTRY/BUSINESS)

You produce YOUR OWN FOOD. 

I give you ingredients. 

I give you  land. (Ed: for cultivation as a trained-up  vaisya)
And work for five, six hours, and take your food and chant Hare Kåñëa.
Devotee (1): Anybody who comes to the farm has to agree to follow the four regulative principles? These people? 
Prabhupäda: YES.  Otherwise you are not coming.  (Ed: “not allowed to come”)
Our main business is to make him Kåñëa conscious. 
(ED: NOT to exploit non-devotees for casual labour to avoid doing it ourselves as devotees in the name of “management”)[ ]
Prabhupäda: No. You said that the man will not like  this kind of job. Eh? (Ed: above)

Therefore there must be division of job. That is cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam.
He is a  çüdra. 

He does not want to produce his own food. If you give him some salary, then he will be satisfied. And then he will work with plow also. If you give him salary, he will accept that.

(ED: i.e. anyone who does not want to take the effort to teach, organize, produce or help to eat that food but would rather buy  food is actually LESS than sudra, because at least a sudra will serve to eat foodstuffs produced through cow and bull protection). [ ]
Devotee (1): If a man simply works for Kåñëa for his whole life, yet he doesn't follow the regulative principles...
Prabhupäda: Then how he follows Kåñëa?

Devotee (1): That's not possible.

Prabhupäda: If you are following Kåñëa, then how you can violate the regulative principles?

Devotee (1): Just like they follow a few regulative principles, like the basic four: no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no gambling, and no intoxication. If they follow those four regulative principles and just work for Kåñëa...

Prabhupäda: He doesn't follow the four principles?

Devotee (1): Oh, yes. Yes. There's this one devotee in Sydney who works very hard for Kåñëa, but...

Prabhupäda: But does not follow.

Devotee (1): He does not like äratis or things like that. He just likes to work hard all the time.

Çrutakérti: He follows the principles, but he doesn't go to ärati, maybe he doesn't chant his rounds, but he's working...

Devotee (1): Real hard for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Like Gargamuni. (laughter)

Çrutakérti: Yes, like that. And his plea is that Kåñëa says...

Prabhupäda: Then he will fall down.
Devotee (1): He will fall down?

Çrutakérti: But the plea is that Kåñëa says in the Gétä, "By working for Me one can come to the perfectional stage."

Prabhupäda: Yes, but he will fall down.
Çrutakérti: That means "By working for Me eventually one will come to the point of follow the principles and..."
Prabhupäda: Yes.
Çrutakérti: Not "Simply by working for Me you can do it."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Çrutakérti: You will advance to the other stages.
Prabhupäda: Just like if a man is working hard, but he will never become rich, then what is the use? Working hard means one must become rich. But if he does not become rich, simply working hard, then what is the use? Çrama eva hi kevalam. Utsähäd dhairyät niçcayät tat-tat-karma-pravartanät.
You must follow the regulative principles.
Sato våtteù. This is your honesty, and sädhu-saìga, this can be done--association with devotees. Ñaòbhir bhaktiù prasidhyati: "This is the way of increasing devotional service."
Morning Walk                        May 17, 1975, Perth

Everyone is working because he is  getting money. Where is the love? The minister, the prime minister, everyone, if they say, "No money, no salary," nobody will go.
Morning Walk                         May 18, 1975, Perth

Prabhupäda: (taking prasädam) (indistinct) But it has got some arrangement, it does not fall down.

Amogha: Yeah, well they accept that also. They say only if there is no such arrangement, then it will fall down.

Prabhupäda: That means conditional. And who makes that condition? That means ultimately you have to accept the existence of God.

Çrutakérti: Just like they say the moon does not go away because the earth is attracting it.

Prabhupäda: Oh. What is earth? (laughs) All bogus.

Amogha: But if we tell that that there is no law of gravity, they will say that why is it that if you throw up a ball then it comes down?

Prabhupäda: It comes down, heavy, then it comes down, that's all. (laughs)

Amogha: But that heaviness they say is gravity.

Prabhupäda: You can call anything. (laughs) But if Kåñëa desires, a football may not fall. Just like so many planets, they are carried up by the air. All these planets are moving only by the air. So the heavy land, heavy cloud is carried by the air. It is a question of adjustment of air, not the law of gravity. Now the whole universal planetary system are floating and rotating round the polestar. Is it law of gravity, they are rotating? It is the arrangement of the air, by the air it is up. Just like there is dust storm, so many are floating in the air. There is no question of law of gravity; it is the air. And the who is controlling the air? That is Supreme Personality. Just like in Darwin, the motor buses were floating by the air. It was a great storm there?

Amogha: Yes, hurricane.

Prabhupäda: Huh? Hurricane?

Amogha: On Christmas day.

Prabhupäda: Motor buses were floating. Is that law of gravity? Air, different adjustment of air. If Kåñëa desires, simply by air this whole city will be devastated. The other day we saw so many trees fell from (New?) Kurukñetra. All trees and houses will be smashed within half an hour if some hurricane is sent. Poking nose in the affairs of God. They'll simply try to prove that there is no God. This is their attempt. And they say "nature." What is this nature? Nature is an instrument, machine. The authority is God, Kåñëa. So I have given the right name, fourth-class men, not even third class. All fourth class. Çüdra. Çüdra and less than çüdra. This is the whole pack of population at the present moment. First-class man, his definition is there: çama, dama, tapa, çaucam, titikñä, ärjavam, jïäna, vijïäna, ästikyam. That is first-class. They are snatching a motorcar mechanic as first class. Because he knows some mechanical arrangement how to do it, he is first class. Such things are being done by the demons. Machine or wonderful building, these are done by the demons. Now to begin? Time will come(?)?

Çrutakérti: You wanted to shave your head? Yeah?

Prabhupäda: Ah, there is time?

Çrutakérti: Yeah, we are leaving at twelve-thirty. So we have two hours. That is sufficient.

Prabhupäda: Hm. The world is full of rascals and fourth-class men. That is our verdict, Kåñëa's verdict. A human being does not know God, he's no better than dog. He is dog. Who knows God? There are so many scientists, philosophers, now everywhere. And they are discussing on sex philosophy, homosex philosophy, Darwin's theory. All third class, fourth class, they are controlling. Now they are gradually coming to chaotic condition, and their problems, engage so many big, big officials how to solve. Oh, why you created problem, first of all? You third-class, fourth-class men, you have created problem, and now we are trying to make solution—another problem. And because you are the same fourth-class men, how you can make a solution? You have created the problems. The man who creates problems, can he make solution? So you are the same fourth-class man, how you can make a solution? Bring first-class man. But there are no first-class men. All rogues and rascals. Things are becoming bad to worse, and still they'll claim, "We are first class."

Amogha: They are all rascals, so the best rascal they say he is first-class. First-class rascal.

Prabhupäda: That I was explaining, big animal and small animal. Cats and dogs praising one lion.

Amogha: Hm.

Prabhupäda: A lion is also an animal. But they are thinking, "Oh, one lion." But we are thinking that it is also animal. The cats and dogs, they are thinking, "Oh, lion is so big, so powerful." But human being is thinking this is also an animal, big animal. Is it not? (laughs) Tell them. Cats and dogs may praise some another animal, tiger and... But are the tigers other than animal? He is also animal.

Devotee: Hare Kåñëa. [break]

Prabhupäda: When I was saying that we are creating first-class men. So are you, are you claiming that you are first-class?

Amogha: Yes, he was asking us. Yes, he said, "Have you become?" (laughter)

Prabhupäda: What did you say?

Amogha: I said we are becoming. Yes, we can see. (offers obeisances) (end)
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Journalist: Is Kåñëa consciousness connected with any other religion? Does it derive from Hinduism or Buddhism?

Prabhupäda: Yes, you can call it Hinduism, but actually it does not belong to any "ism." It is a science of understanding God. But it appears like Hindu religion. In that sense Buddha religion is also Hindu religion, because Lord Buddha was a Hindu and he started Buddha religion.

Journalist: Do you think modern man must mend his ways or he will... he must get better and know God or he will destroy himself?

Prabhupäda: Yes, he is destroying already. 

The society is not in stable stage. 

Just like in America, they are also in trouble now. 

They are asking money from the federal government. 

They cannot make solution. 

So as soon as the monetary source will decline, 

this civilization  will be finished.

Journalist: As soon as the money declines.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because there is no culture. 

They are not standing on culture. 

They are standing on money.

Journalist: You think we pay too much importance to money?

Prabhupäda: Yes, everybody, yes. 

They do not know what is culture of life. 

They simply want money, that's all.

Journalist: Do you think we have too much for our needs?

Prabhupäda: You are creating your needs. You are not too much in need, but you have created so many artificial needs. [ ]
Journalist: What about sex and drugs, sex and alcohol.

Prabhupäda: Sex, yes, alcohol, we condemn any kind of intoxication, all our students are forbidden illicit sex. We don't say, "No sex," but "illicit sex," we forbid. Similarly we forbid meat-eating. We don't say that "Don't eat," we simply say that "don't eat meat." You can eat other things, just like we are eating so many nice things.

Journalist: Why not meat?

Prabhupäda: Because it is sinful, you are killing all animals. Your Christian religion says, "Thou shalt not kill." Why you are killing?

Journalist: Yes. How many followers do you have throughout the world now?

Prabhupäda: No, throughout the world, in India everyone is Kåñëa conscious. In the outside India we have got about ten to twelve thousand dedicated followers.
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Prabhupäda: No, if you are strong, then mäyä will not be able to overpower you. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. Anyone who is fully surrendered to God, mäyä cannot touch him.

Devotee (4): How does one become strong?

Prabhupäda: That we have given. 

Be strict in following the regulative principle, chant Hare Kåñëa. That's all.

Devotee (4): Just the four regulative principles?

Prabhupäda: Yes, no illicit sex, no... 
This is the method, and chanting is the process. 

Then you will remain strong. And if you neglect, then you become weak. To remain strong is not difficult, but we don't want to remain strong. That is our decision. Otherwise it is not difficult. But we don't want to remain strong. We voluntarily become weak. Then mäyä catches, "Come on."

Devotee (2): Is it necessary to see the Deity regularly in order to remain strong?

Prabhupäda: Yes, everything necessary as we have prescribed. If you think that it is not necessary, unnecessary, then you under the mäyä. Why do you take that, "Is it necessary?" That means you are not strong enough. You cannot follow; therefore you say, "Is it necessary?" You are considering. That means you are becoming prey to mäyä. As soon as you ask this, that means you have already fallen a victim of mäyä.
Devotee (1): Kåñëa says "without doubting."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: So how to get those people who are immersed in mäyä to become serious? When we go out and we preach our saìkértana movement, how to get...

Prabhupäda: They will become gradually. Not all of a sudden. They are purchasing one book. They will read, and gradually they will be elevated. You go to school, but all of a sudden, you cannot say that "I am M.A." You have to wait. That is called dhairya, utsähäd dhairyät. One should be very enthusiastic, at the same time, patient. If you think that "I am very enthusiastic; still, I am not getting the result," be patient. Niçcayät. Be sure the result will come, but be patient. These are the ways. Utsähäd dhairyät niçcayät tat-tat-karma-pravartanät. You have to follow the regulative principles. 

Sato våtteù. You should be honest. 

You are not following, and still, you say "I am devotee." 

That means you are not honest. 

Sato våtteù sädhu-saìge, and in the association of devotees. Ñaòbhir bhaktiù prasidhyati. By following these six principles, you advance. This is the Rüpa Gosvämé's instruction.

Devotee (1): Sädhana means accepting discipline.

Prabhupäda: Eh, yes. 

Do you think that solving the problem of birth, death and old age and disease is very easy task? (chuckles) 

You have to very, very strongly... 

Those who do not care, that is another thing. They are under these laws, going on. Life after life, they are changing body, again birth, again death, again in the womb of mother. They do not take it seriously, how risky life is that. They do not take it. "Oh, what is that?" Now, in Kali-yuga, the mother is killing the child. Even within the womb of mother is not safe. This is going on. So they do not take that how this way of life is risky and uncomfortable. They do not take it seriously. 

To enter again into the womb of mother, how difficult job and troublesome it is, they do not understand it. 

For want of education.

Hari-çauri: So those persons who do not take even their material predicament seriously, then it is the same when they approach, they see our devotees. They do not take us seriously.

Prabhupäda: No, they are given chance. Even they fall down, they guaranteed best life in the next birth, çucénäà çrématäà gehe, to take birth in devotee's or nice brähmaëa's house. So they get again chance. So our point should be why another chance? Finish this business in this life. That is determination. Why another chance? I may be misled again. That should be our determination. "Finish this business, this life. One life let me be strict in following the discipline and regulative principles." This is called tapasya, that "Although it is inconvenient, I must do it to solve my problems." That is determination, dåòha-vrata, firm determination.

Devotee (5): They have to come to the temple to be trained up?

Prabhupäda: Temple or no temple, you must be firmly determined. 

You can have God realization under this tree if you have got firm determination. 

Anywhere you can stay. But temple is the ordinary way, facility. If you are so, I mean to say, elevated, you may not come to temple, but ordinarily, for the neophytes, they must come to the temple. Why he does not come? Does he think that he has become very elevated? That is false. Haridäsa Öhäkura, he was not going to the Jagannätha temple, but Jagannätha was coming to him. So if you are so strong like Haridäsa Öhäkura, that is another thing. But if you falsely think or imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura, then you go to hell. That's all. We should not falsely think that "Now I am advanced and elevated. I can do whatever I like." That is not our...

Paramahaàsa: Çréla Prabhupäda, Lord Brahmä created something called self-deception. Would self-deception mean that if I think I am forced to fall down, but actually I wanted to fall down, but I think, "Oh, I am forced"? Is that self-deception?

Prabhupäda: Force? Force means if you violate the rules, then you are forced. If you contaminate some disease, then you are forced to suffer from the disease. If you don't contaminate, then you remain safe.

Hari-çauri: But one must come to that point of being serious to recognize the problems of life? Before one can understand your books, the karmé must become serious to understand that he is in misery and that he must get out?

Prabhupäda: So without understanding, you were initiated? Do you think? 

Why you were initiated if you did not understand the seriousness? 

Why do you take initiation? 

That means cheating. 

You do not understand; still, you show that "I am now understanding." (break)

Hari-çauri: It seems to be very difficult if they are not very serious about anything...

Prabhupäda: No, that is missionary activities, that they do not understand, but you have to make them understand. They are not calling you, "I am suffering. Please come," but it is your business to go and let them know that "You are suffering. You take this method." That is the way of becoming very quickly recognized by Kåñëa. Otherwise, if you think, "They are not understanding, what is the use of going there? Let me sleep," that is not good. They are not understanding; still, you have to go. Then Kåñëa will take that "He is laboring so hard for My sake." Never mind he is successful. It doesn't matter. But you are working hard for Kåñëa. That is noted down. So our business is to be recognized by Kåñëa. 

Whether one man is converted or not converted, that is not our business. 

We shall try our best. 

But Kåñëa must see that I am giving service to Kåñëa. That's all. 

That is wanted. 

Not that you have to judge that you have approached so many men; nobody became Kåñëa conscious.

That doesn't matter. But you have gone there. You have endeavored your sincere effort. That is recognized by Kåñëa. That is the order of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça: "Whomever you meet, you give him, you inform him the instruction of Kåñëa." 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu never said that 

"You see that he has actually become Kåñëa conscious." Never says. 

You simply say and go and say. That is your business. It is not that you have to see that he has become Kåñëa conscious. 

It is not so easy to become Kåñëa conscious. It is not so easy. 

It will take, bahünäà janmanäm ante, after many, many births. 

But you have to do your duty. Go and preach. Yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça. Your duty is finished. Of course, you will try to convert him. If he is not converted, that is not deviation of your duty. You have to simply go and speak. Just like when I came to your country, I never expected any success because I knew, "As soon as I will say, 'No illicit sex, no meat-eating,' they will reject me immediately."

(laughter) So I was not hopeful at all.
Devotee (1): They are so attached.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But it is your kindness that you accepted me. 

But I never expected. I never expected that "These people will accept." I never expected.

Hari-çauri: So simply if we rely on Kåñëa...

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is our only business.

Hari-çauri: And if we look for results, then...

Prabhupäda: And we should do our duty as prescribed by the spiritual master. 

Guru-kåñëa-kåpäya. 

Then both sides, you will be favored, from the spiritual master and from Kåñëa. 

And that is the success. 

My Guru Mahäräja was publishing one paper, Dayinika (?) Nadiya Prakash. It was worth two paisa or one paisa. So if a brahmacäré could sell a few copies, he would have been so glad. You see? The collection was not even four annas. Still, he was so glad that "Oh, you have distributed so much." 

Our business is to carry out the order, not to see success. 

Success is not so easy. That is not so easy.

Hari-çauri: Is this the reason why others who have preceded yourself earlier on, is this the reason why they were not successful, because they were trying to judge the results?

Prabhupäda: Who?

Hari-çauri: Others who have come before yourself? When they tried to preach in the Western countries?

Prabhupäda: They did not try. 

They came officially, and that's all. Not even tried to preach this.

Devotee (1):. Just like Arjuna on the battlefield, you simply had to try for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Arjuna said, kariñye vacanaà tava: "Yes, I shall carry out Your order, nothing else. Yes, You are asking me to fight. I will fight. That's all."
Devotee (3): Çréla Prabhupäda, if one goes to the temple, if one attends the temple regularly and inquires from the devotees about the devotional principles, and because of some reason, it's not necessarily... it's not convenient for him to live in the temple at that time, and he is living with people...

Prabhupäda: No, no, you live in temple or without temple, 

if you follow the instruction, that is wanted. 

If you live without temple and chant sixteen rounds and observe the regulative principle, that's all right. 

It doesn't require that you should live in the temple. 

And if you live in the temple and do all nonsense, 

then what is the use of living in the temple?

Devotee: Is it wrong to think of initiation then? Or initiated also? (?)

Prabhupäda: Their "thinking" means they are not fixed up. That very word suggest that they are not fixed up. Oh, initiation can take place anywhere.

Çrutakérti: He's saying those that are initiated, must they live in the temple? He's making the...

Prabhupäda: No, no, must follow the regulative principle, 

not that must live in temple.

Devotee (6): Çréla Prabhupäda, how can one use marriage to reach back home, go back to Godhead? How can one use the sacrifice of marriage...

Prabhupäda: Marriage done, that... (?) Yes, marriage must be done in the temple. What is this sound? (break) This lake is being filled up or...?
Devotee (1): ...construction.

Devotee (2): They're remodelling the garden, expanding the lake
Prabhupäda: Oh. (end) 
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Prabhupäda: Yes. So those who have no chance to become first-class men, their vote, what is the value?

Dr. Copeland: Äcchä. When you were coming to Kåñëa consciousness...

Prabhupäda: According to our Vedic civilization, first-class men's vote required, 

who knows things as they are. 

One who does not know things as they are, what is the use of taking vote from him? 

Our Vedic civilization, the brähmaëas, first-class men... The qualification of brähmaëa, find out. Çamo damaù satyaà çaucaà titikñä ärjavam, jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma... Read.

Paramahaàsa:

çamo damas tapaù çaucaà
kñäntir ärjavam eva ca
jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà
brahma-karma svabhäva-jam
"Translation: Peacefulness, self-control, austerity, purity, tolerance, honesty, wisdom, knowledge, and religiousness--these are the qualities by which the brähmaëas work."

Prabhupäda: This is first-class man.

Dr. Copeland: I'm not a first-class man.

Prabhupäda: No, that I do not know, but if you have got these qualities... We have to judge by the qualities, not by birth. 

But since India accepted a brähmaëa by birth 

without these qualities, India's civilization fell down. (Ed: and our’s?)

Morning Walk                       May 21, 1975, Melbourne

Madhudviña: ...cannot become a medical practitioner by simply reading the books. He must study under a medical practitioner. 

So in the case of your books, 

is it possible to become a devotee 

without actually having personal association with you? 

Just by reading your books?

Prabhupäda: No, it is not that you have to associate with the author. 

But one who knows, 

if you cannot understand you have to take lesson from him. 

Not necessarily that you have to contact with the author always.

Devotee: Just like the textbooks are not written by the teachers; they're written by other professors.

Devotee: Usually you don't even meet the author.

Prabhupäda: Simply one who knows the subject matter, he can explain.

Madhudviña: But can your, would your purports, 

would that serve as explanation besides...

Prabhupäda: No, no, anyone who knows the subject matter, he will be able to explain. Not necessarily the author is required to be present there. [break] 

...to study from a medical man, I never said you have to study from the author. 

OR one who understood the  author's  pur  pose. 

Just like we are explaining Bhagavad-gétä as it is. 

Not that one has to learn directly from Kåñëa. 

One who has understood Kåñëa, (Ed: learn) from him. 
That is paramparä system.
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Prabhupäda: ...defect of the Western country is practically there is no social structure. The father, mother, they divorce, and the children become careless. Most cases this is the defect.

Another  defect is that there is no method how to train a man to become first class.

That is there in the Vedic civilization. Now of course in India that is also now abolished by degradation.

Otherwise the society was divided into four classes--brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.
The brähmaëas were first-class men, ideal. But in the society there is no ideal men. One should have some example, living example, to see "Oh, here is an ideal man." So the ideal man is described here in our Bhagavad-gétä. What is the ideal? Any man can be trained up. Not cent percent, 

but even one percent man becomes ideal, 

the ninety-nine percent will see and follow. 

But there is no ideal man. That is the defect. 

So just like we are training them as ideal man, 

by  character, by religion, by behavior, by education. 

That is the purpose of this Kåñëa consciousness movement. 

And you can see practically what was their previous life and what they are now.

So government should establish an institution to create ideal men. We can help. We can help.

Director: But it would be very difficult for the people who start out with us. Would be possible with the kids that start out with us. [ ]

Director: What can you do if society wants it? Society wants it that way.
Prabhupäda: Society... that's like your child wants to go to hell. 

But it is not the duty of the father to allow him to go to hell. 

Society want... Because the society does not know, the government does not know how to uplift the position of the human being. They do not know it. They know that the animals and we are the same. They simply loiter naked, and we are nicely dressed, that's all. Finished civilization. I remain animal, but my advancement is because I am very nicely dressed. That is the standard now. But the Vedic civilization is not. The animal must change the consciousness. He must be trained up a human being. Just that is... You say.

Devotee:
çamo damas tapaù çaucaà

"Translation: Peacefulness, self-control, austerity, purity, tolerance, honesty, wisdom, knowledge, and religiousness--these are the qualities by which the brähmaëas work."

Prabhupäda: So, people should be trained up.
Director: Hmm. Excuse me, what do you do this (Indistinct. Talks with other devotees about something)

Prabhupäda: So immediately  to solve all the problems like this 

is to start an institution  to train four classes of men.

Begin it.
There is no training, 

how you can expect if you allow a child to smoke from the very beginning and to commit all kinds of sinful activities, how you can expect a nice gentleman when he is grown up? It is not possible. It is possible by this Kåñëa consciousness movement. 
But somebody may not be induced to come and join. 

But if you train him from the very beginning, then it is possible. 

Just like we have got our training school, Gurukula, in Dallas, Texas. So from the very beginning, three years, four years, five years old, children they are being trained up. It is not that cent percent men will be trained up spiritually. 

But even a small percentage ideal men there are in the society, at least people will think, 

"Oh, here is ideal." 

But there is no such facility. We are training, sometimes people laugh, "What is this nonsense?" They criticize.

These leaders of the society do not encourage. Yesterday I was talking with one priest. So about illicit sex life he said that "What is the wrong there? It is a great pleasure." We are training, we are advocating that illicit sex is sinful. 

Our first condition is that one must give up these four things: illicit sex, meat-eating, intoxication, and gambling. 

This is my first condition before accepting. So they agree and they follow.

Director: But not our people all do.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Director: Not our clients all do.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they will do. If regular institution runs on with all facility... We get so many devotees come here, after some time they become dedicated devotees. The method must be there. This is... We are increasing; our movement is not decreasing. Just like we have opened a temple here. There was no temple, but we have got a nice temple. In this way all over the world our movement is increasing; it is not decreasing. I came from India alone in New York, 1965. So for one year I had no place to stay, I had no means to eat. I was loitering practically, living in some friend's house and some friend's house. Then gradually it developed, people. I was chanting in a Square in New York alone, full three hours. What is that, Tompkinson Square? Yes. You been in New York? So that was my beginning. Then gradually people came. You were in some club, what is that?

Madhudviña: California?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Madhudviña: In ranch.

Prabhupäda: Ranch?

Madhudviña: That Morningstar?

Prabhupäda: Ah, ha, ha.

Madhudviña: Yes. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: (laughs) That was another brothel.

Madhudviña: Hippie farm, you came there.

Prabhupäda: So there, and I went there. The proprietor, the organizer, he took me there.

So I think if we, if you are serious, let us combinedly open an institution where people should be trained up how to become first class.

Children should be trained up. That will make a solution.

Director: Must change society then.

Prabhupäda: No, no change. Let society what it is. We train up some children as we are doing in Dallas, and some men also. Just like we have trained them. It is possible. No. This is practical example. Just like you were in a den, Morningstar.

Director: Have many of your gentlemen been delinquency in your life?

Madhudviña: Delinquency?

Director: Yeah. Have you been involved in troubles with the law before you joined?

Madhudviña: Oh, many of the devotees.

Director: Have you?

Madhudviña: Oh, yes.

Director: You've been in trouble some, have you?

Madhudviña: Yes.

Devotee: We have one boy here who spent nine months in a penitentiary.

Prabhupäda: This is practical. We can stop. Just like they have become saintly person. Everyone... India they are surprised that "How you have made these Europeans, Americans like this?" They are surprised. Because in India the brähmaëas and others, they were under impression that "These Western people, they are hopeless. They cannot be any advanced religionist or spiritual." So when they see we have got many temples in India, that they are worshiping Deity and managing everything, chanting, dancing, they are surprised. Many swamis came before me, but they could not transform. But it is not I who have transformed, but the method is so nice that they became transformed.

Director: But people will say a very small percentage of the population.

Prabhupäda: No. There is no question of high percentage. 
I said that even a small percentage, there must be some ideal men. 
At least people will see that here is the ideal man. 
Just like we are having. Because they are chanting and dancing, many outsiders are coming and they are also learning, they are also offering obeisances. And gradually they are offering their service: "Please accept me." 
The example is better than precept. 
If you have an ideal group of men, then people will automatically learn. 
That is wanted. But don't mind, I don't find any ideal group of men. Even in the priests they are going to hospital for their drinking habit. I saw in some times before in a hospital, five thousand patients, alcoholic patients, priest. Priest should be ideal character. And they are advocating homosex. So where is the ideal character men? If the priestly class they are going to hospital for drinking habit, and they are allowing man-to-man marriage and homosex, then where is ideal character?

Director: But homosexual is a sickness.

Devotee: He said it's an illness.

Director: It's an illness. It's just like a person can't see, you would punish him for not seeing. You can't punish a person for being homosexual. That our society says.

Prabhupäda: Well, anyway, the priestly class, sanctioning homosex.

Director: Pardon?

Prabhupäda: Sanctioning. They are allowing homosex. And there was report that man and man was married by the priest. In New York there is a paper, Watchtower. That is a Christian paper. I have seen in that paper. They are condemning it, that priest is allowing man-to-man marriage. And they are passing resolution, homosex is passed, "All right." And in Perth you said that the students are discussing about homosex, in favor of homosex. So where is the ideal character?

If you want something tangible business, train some people to become ideal character.
That is this Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Director: What you people say what ideal to you is not ideal to somebody else?

Prabhupäda: I am giving the example ideal character.

Director: Yeah, but that's one opinion.

Prabhupäda: No. It will not depend on opinion. Opinion... What is the value of opinion if the people are all asses? There is no opinion. One should take as it is enjoined in the çästra. No opinion. What is the use of taking opinion of an ass? So the people are trained up just like dogs and asses, then what is the use of their opinion? If you are to enforce, you must do like this. Just like when we introduced this "No illicit sex." I never cared for their opinion.

The opinion... immediately there will be discussion. (Ed: “ishtagosthi” and “vote”)

And what is the use of taking their opinion?
It must be done.

That is the defect of Western civilization. Vox populi, taking opinion of the public. But what is the value of this public? Drunkards, smokers, meat-eaters, woman-hunters. What is the... they are not first-class men. 

So what is the use of such third-class, fourth-class men's opinion? We do not advocate such opinion.

What Kåñëa said, that is standard, that’s all.

Kåñëa is the Supreme, and His version is final.

No opinion, no democracy.

When you go to a physician, doctor, for treatment, the physician does not place his prescription for opinion of other patients: "Now I am prescribing this medicine for this gentleman, now give me your opinion." Does he do that? The all patients, what they will think? The physician is the perfect person. Whatever he has written prescription, that's all. But here in the Western... everything, public opinion. What is the use of such opinion?

Director: You don't think the patients have any mind of their own?

Prabhupäda: They have mind, but that is deprecated mind. Just like madman, he has got his mind, but what is the value of that mind? You are not going to take opinion of a madman. He has his mind, but he is a madman. Müòha. Mäyayäpahåta-jïäna. His knowledge has been taken away. The mind being, what is called, in disordered condition, there is no value of his opinion.

Director: And what if the brähmaëa starts to rule the world in their own interest?
Prabhupäda: Hmm? (break) ...is not for his own interest, for everyone's interest. That is honesty.

Director: What if he's misguided? The world changes and since that book was...

Prabhupäda: Simply because they did not follow. Just like in India, this is the character of the brähmaëas that later on gradually the culture was lost since the last one thousand years, because India was subjugated by foreigners. The Mohammedans, they introduced some of their culture. Then the Britishers came. They intr... everyone wants an interest. The Britishers, when British rule came, their Lord Macauley's(?) private report was that "If you want to keep them as Indian Hindu, you will never be able to rule over." So it was British government's policy to condemn everything Indian.

Director: But you said before that they didn't allow drinking, the British.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Director: It's only now that... Didn't you say before?

Prabhupäda: Yes, the British allowed. British, very carefully, because they directly did not put hands on their culture. But underground. And when they are now trained up, now they are openly doing. But the training was by the Britishers. In gentleman's society there must be drinking. This was the introduction.

Director: But in Indian society, they forbid it.

Prabhupäda: Indian society, the did not know how to drink tea even. In our childhood we have seen that Britishers started tea garden. There was no tea plants before Britishers. The Britishers saw the labor is very cheap, and they want to do business, they started. Just like they are doing in Africa. So many gardens, coffee and tea. So they started, and the tea was transferred to be sold in America. They were after business. So the... Now, so much tea, who will consume? The government started a tea sets committee. All the tea garden holders they would pay government. And road to road, street to street, their business was canvassing, preparing tea, very nice, palatable tea, and they advertising if you drink tea, then you will not feel very much hungry, and your malaria will go away and so on, so on. And people began to drink tea. Nice cup. I have seen it. Now they have got a taste. Now gradually now a sweeper also, early in the morning, is waiting in the tea shop to get a cup of tea. Tea was taken in our childhood if somebody is coughing, sometimes they used to tea. That was also later. But it was unknown. Drinking tea, drinking wine, smoking, meat-eating--these things were unknown. Prostitution. There was prostitution. Not that everyone is prostitute. Very strict. So these things should be taken care of--at least a class of men must be ideal for people others will see. And the training should go on, just like we are doing. We are inviting people to come to chant with us, to dance with us, take prasädam. And gradually they are becoming. The same (?) addicted to drinking, addicted to prostitution, addicted to meat-eating, he is becoming saintly person. This is practical, you can see, what was their previous history and what they are now.

Director: But how do we reconcile the fact that our doctors tell us we should eat meat because of the protein?

Prabhupäda: That is a foolishness. They are not eating meat for the last ten years. Do you think they are reduced in their health? Rather people say bright faces. In Boston one priest, I was going from Los Angeles to Hawaii. One gentleman in plain dress, he is a priest, he said, "Swamiji, how your students look so bright?" And sometimes we are advertised as bright faces. In Boston or somewhere the ladies were asking, "Are you American?" [ ]

Prabhupäda: Now, just like we are proposing here. I am not proposing—

Krsna says -- that one must be peaceful.

So how to become peaceful?

If his mind is always disturbed, HOW he can become peaceful?

Director: You're quite right.
Prabhupäda: So that is the secret of success. 

You want to make the people peaceful, but you do not know how to make him peaceful. So therefore you have to adopt this...

Director: Yes, a competitive society.

Prabhupäda: We say that you chant Hare Kåñëa, eat here sumptuously, live here comfortably, and you become peaceful. It is guaranteed. If anyone, even a madman, agrees to these three principles, that let him chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, take whatever nice foodstuff we prepare, take, and live peacefully, he will be peaceful.

Director: What's your answer that such a small percentage of the population, tiny percentage of the population, accept the philosophy that...

Prabhupäda: Tiny percentage. Just like there are so many stars in the sky, and there is one moon. In percentage the moon is nothing. If we take percentage of the stars, the moon is nothing. But moon is important than all the nonsense stars. (laughter) But if you take percentage, he has no percentage vote. But because he is moon, he is important than all these rascal stars. This is the example. What is the use of taking percentage of the stars in the presence of moon? Let there be one moon, that is sufficient. There is no question of percentage. One ideal man. Just like in Christian world, one ideal Lord Jesus Christ.

Director: How do you feel about Mao Tse-tung?

Prabhupäda: Huh? What is that?

Devotee: He says how do you feel about Mao Tse-tung?

Director: In China he's the ideal man.

Devotee: He's a Communist.

Prabhupäda: His ideal is all right. His ideal, Communist idea that everyone should be happy, that is good idea. But they do not know how make ev... Just like they are taking care of the human being in the state, but they are sending poor animals to the slaughterhouse. Because they are godless, they do not know the animal is also a living being and the human being also living being. So for the satisfaction of the tongue of the human being the animal should be cut throat. That is the defect. Paëòitäù sama-darçinaù. One who is learned, he is equal to everyone. That is learned. "I take care of my brother and I kill you," that is not right. That is going on. Everywhere. Nationalism. Nation... National means one who has taken birth in that land. But the animal, poor animal, because they cannot make any protest, send them to the slaughterhouse.
And if there were ideal men, 

they would have protested,
"Oh, why you are doing this? Let them live also. You live also.

Just produce food grains. 


The animals can also take, you can also take. Why should you take animal?"

That is recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä.
Director: But where the winters are long, people have to kill animals to have something to eat over winter.

Prabhupäda: Well, but you should have... I am not speaking for India or Europe. I am speaking the whole human society. Just try to understand.

Director: People started eating meat because in winter they had nothing else to eat.

Prabhupäda: No, you can eat meat, but you cannot eat meat by killing your father and mother.

That is human sense.

YOU are taking milk from the cow, it is your mother. You take milk, that in Australia they produce so much milk, butter, and everything.

And after it is finished, cut the throat and make business, send to other countries.

What is this nonsense? Is that humanity? Do you think?

Director: Well, say two hundred years ago people to survive the winter had to kill the...

Prabhupäda: No, no. You take your mother's milk.

You take your mother's milk, and when the mother cannot supply milk you kill her.

What is this? Is that humanity?

And nature is so strong, for this injustice, sinful, you must suffer.

You must be prepared to suffer.

So there will be war, and wholesale will be killed.

Nature will not tolerate this.

They do not know all these, how nature is working, how God is managing. They do not know God. This is the defect of the society. They do not care what is God. "We are scientists, we can do everything." What you can do? Can you stop death? Nature says, "You must die. You are Professor Einstein, that's all right. You must die." Why the Einstein and other scientists they do not discover medicine or process? "No, no, we shall not die." So this is the defect of the society. They are completely under the control of nature, and they are declaring independence. Ignorance. Ignorance. So we want to reform this.

Director: Well, I certainly wish you luck.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Director: I wish you luck.

Prabhupäda: Hm, thank you.

Director: As a public servant that you reform society as your life. To carry out the instrument of...

Prabhupäda: So kindly cooperate with us. This is... Try to learn the philosophy, and you will be surprised how nice philosophy it is.

Director: I'm quite sure.
Prabhupäda: Yes. So we don't count for percentage.

Let   PERSON  ALLY become ideal man.

The same example: There is no percentage in comparison to the stars and one moon. What is the percentage? There are millions of stars. It is, what is the percentage, one and million? It is practically zero percentage. But still, because it is moon it is more sufficient than all these small stars.

So produce moon. [ ]

Director: Have you seen many people in Melbourne?

Prabhupäda: They are daily one or two gentlemen, like you they are coming. But they find our prescription very strict. (laughter) And... but we are not going to change it. We are not after vox populi. That is not our concern. We have got our standard method.
Director: Yeah, sure. I believe that you should have these standards if you want them, if anybody wants them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is making us successful. We do not make any compromise. This is our method. If you like, you take it. If you don't like, you go away. Don't mind.

Director: If you can convince the society to change, then the public servants will change.

Prabhupäda: Yes, we are in the society, we are inviting everyone, they are coming. They are coming. Gradually they are becoming converted to this.

Director: When will you be coming back to Melbourne?

Prabhupäda: Next January.

Director: Come again this often...

Prabhupäda: Yes. So I am going, but I only hopeful on these young boys. They will do. Take the whole plate. Take the whole plate, it is fruit, it is very nice. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam. This is meant for human being, the fruits. The tigers will not eat the fruits. The tiger, canine teeth, they will not like. We have got different teeth for eating fruit.

Director: It's very nice and sweet.

Prabhupäda: So we have got food grains, we have got fruits, we have got milk. By combination of milk and food grains we can prepare so many nice palatable, full of vitamins. 

Why we should kill the animal? 

Let the animal live and take it's milk and prepare nice food, full of vitamins. Milk is nothing conversion of blood. So why do you take the blood by killing? Take the blood in a different form, milk. This is our program. Let the animal live peacefully, and if you are meat-eaters, let the animal die and you eat. There will be no charge for it. The meat-eaters, let us keep some animal, take milk, and when it dies naturally, you call the meat-eater, "Please take this." You take the skin free, you take the bones free, you eat meat. Just wait for the death. It will die after all. That much concession I want. But let the animal live without any fear of being killed so it will supply more milk. Suppose if you know that I am keeping you here for killing. Will you be very happy?

Your mind will be always disturbed. We cannot get good service from you. So animal also understands that "They are going to kill us." Therefore you don't get sufficient milk. But when they are assured that they will not be killed, they will give double milk. They do not know the psychology. This is going on.

Director: Thank you very much.

Prabhupäda: And if you want to eat meat, let it die. That is our program. If you like, you can accept. Thank you very much. (Guest leaves.) 

This is the disease. They want to keep the poor girls free for prostitution so that they can enjoy. This is main point. He has admitted. Keep the young girls free, they have also sex desire, and this man enjoy. This is the whole basic principle here in Western.

Devotee: This man, he was of a very ripe age, and still he was saying that...

Prabhupäda: Yes, the ripe age, up to the point of death one is sexually inclined. Up to the point of death. There was a minister of Agwar(?). I have told you this story? Yes. At the point of death he was looking to the young girl. That is natural. Unless one is trained up, that is natural. That is mäyä's entrapping machine to keep the living entity within this material world.

Çrutakérti: Sometimes the youth, when we offer them Kåñëa consciousness, they say, "When I get older I won't be so attached to this enjoyment, so then I can take it up."

Prabhupäda: They generally think so, but that is not possible.

Çrutakérti: That is not the fact.

Prabhupäda: In Paris very, very old men, seventy-five years, eighty years old, they are going to the nightclub, paying $50 entrance fee, then they spend money for woman, wine. And few hours they stay there and come back. They are all old men. It is very difficult job, but still by Kåñëa's grace you are accepting this principle. That is great mercy of Kåñëa. Otherwise it is very, very difficult. One old man, I told you that Marquis of Zetland? In London? So he proposed one of my Godbrothers went, "Can you make me brähmaëa?" "Oh, yes. You give up this habit." "Oh, that is impossible. That is impossible. This is our life." So in the Western countries that is the life, to have illicit sex, meat-eating, drinking, and gambling. There are organized clubs, brothels, hotels, only for this. People are accepting this principle, young boys like you, it is Kåñëa's mercy on us. Otherwise it is impossible.

Devotee: These old men, Çréla Prabhupäda, they're trying but they cannot enjoy it very much any more.

Prabhupäda: Unless they enjoy with Krsna, it is impossible.

Devotee: They are not finding it so pleasurable as young men?

Prabhupäda: And how we are finding pleasure in chanting and dancing? It is a practice.

Devotee: No, I mean sex life.

Prabhupäda: Sex life we are not stopping. But sex life allowed only to the gåhasthas, householder, restricted. Not illicit sex. We are not stopping sex life. Sex life is required. But under rules. And if you enjoy illicit sex, then the whole society is spoiled. You make the innocent girls spoiled. And they have no other business than prostitution. That means you put the society into chaotic condition. The young girls they become cheap, you enjoy, then you become irresponsible. You have no family encumbrances, and you do not know how to maintain the family. That is the position. What is this welfare? Because the young boys enjoy the young girls and they get children, the government has to support.

Devotee: That's the cause of this whole problem.

Prabhupäda: Yes, the welfare department is for that purpose only.

Devotee: And he's the head of the department.

Prabhupäda: He also does the same thing. He does not know how to cure it.

Devotee: He said that "I could not live without illicit sex life."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Mostly the bachelor daddy. They pose themself as bachelor, but they are having at least three times sex with contraceptive method, you see. This is going on. And they are accepted as standard. And if you want to reform it, then it is (indistinct). The whole basic wrong is they have become godless animals, that's all. The only method is this Kåñëa consciousness. There is no other second method. Haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëäù. You cannot raise anybody to high qualities unless he is Kåñëa conscious. That is a subtle fact. And example is there. Because some of them have taken to Kåñëa conscious they are ideal. All others, what is the value? He is a leader, and he says, "Yes, illicit sex is all right. We are enjoying by contraceptive method." If the leaders do something wrong, the others will follow. (to devotee:) I think you should continue as a gåhastha for the time being.

Devotee: Yes, I think so.

Prabhupäda: Unless you are ripe old age. At least up to fifty years. What is your age now?

Devotee: Um, twenty-eight.

Prabhupäda: Twenty-eight. So up to fifty years you remain gåhastha and take care of wife, children. Work honestly and attend the... You prove an ideal gåhastha. That will be very nice. Don't change your mind.

Devotee: So they'll be able to take care of the situation there by themselves?

Prabhupäda: Who?

Devotee: In Hong Kong?

Prabhupäda: They are taking. Païca-draviòa Mahäräja is there. He is a sannyäsé. That is all right. You don't change your mind. You are already trained up about Kåñëa consciousness, so you try to become an ideal householder in Kåñëa consciousness. Because we are not rejecting householder. We are accepting everyone. Gåhe vä thäke hä gauräìga bole òäke. Anyone, either he remains as a sannyäsé in the forest or he remains a gåhastha at home, if he is cultivating this Kåñëa consciousness and Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mercy, then he is all right. That is the verdict. So now you are living as gåhastha. Live as an ideal gåhastha, don't change your mind. Be fixed up. They are all gåhasthas, all these Païca-tattva, you see? Advaita Prabhu was a gåhastha. He did not take sannyäsa. And Caitanya Mahäprabhu also was married. Nityänanda Prabhu was gåhastha. They were all gåhasthas, but ideal gåhastha. So you become an ideal gåhastha. That also wanted.

Gåhastha is also called äçrama, gåhastha-äçrama. As sannyäsa is called äçrama, similarly gåhastha is called äçrama. Anywhere cultivation of Kåñëa consciousness is going on, that is äçrama. Now it depends on my personal convenience either I remain as gåhastha or I be a sannyäsé. But when you have accepted the gåhastha life, so that's all right. Remain at least for fifty years. Then you can give up when your children are grown up. You just give them education, settle them, then you can leave home. That is gåhastha-äçrama. So, we shall... That's all. (end)

Çrutakérti: The following is Çréla Prabhupäda's morning walk which takes place in Melbourne, Australia, Botanical Gardens on May 22, 1975. (break)

Madhudviña: ...the area since 1900.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Madhudviña: And he was telling me that the house that you are living in, Prabhupäda House, was built in 1885.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Madhudviña: 1885, and at that time it was the only house in the whole area for miles around. And it was built by one judge called Moritt(?), Judge Moritt(?). And it was the only house in... They called it "Moritt's folly," "Moritt's folly," because it was built on the sand, and no one thought it could stand for so long. It was built... Because this whole area here was sand, it was all beach, and it was the only house there, and he had stables and very extensive holdings there.

Prabhupäda: Judge, he was judge.

Madhudviña: He was a judge, yes. And he impor... He went to great extent to build the house. It was during this boom area when...

Prabhupäda: Englishmen were coming.

Madhudviña: Yeah, the Englishmen were coming and because Queen Victoria was there..., the king had died, so the order was passed that no one could buy any, I think, jewelry for their wives.

Prabhupäda: Why?

Madhudviña: It was something. The English frowned upon buying jewelry and ornaments for the women. So the men were using their money to build big houses.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Madhudviña: So therefore during the Victorian area, era you have many elaborate houses that were built by the Britishers. And he...

Prabhupäda: Victoria died in 1903.

Madhudviña: He was said to have brought some Italian plasterers from Italy to do all that elaborate work on the ceilings in the house.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Madhudviña: So many people are anxious to come into the house to see the work in the construction of the house. And it has been classified as a building of national importance.

Prabhupäda: Oh. The building is known everywhere.

Madhudviña: Oh yes. It is important building. They cannot... It is not allowed to be torn down. It is protected by the...

Prabhupäda: Historical.

Madhudviña: Historical building. It is protected by the government.

Çrutakérti: Yesterday you were telling Bhürijana they should make the temple a tourist attraction. So with this method, it would be very easy.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (coughs)

Çrutakérti: Roll down the window.

Prabhupäda: ...the demonic, they construct very nice house. [ ]

Devotee 7: Prabhupäda, when you leave this material world, will there be another spiritual master after you? Another pure soul?

Prabhupäda: Then that spiritual master is Kåñëa Himself. There is no need of education. Everyone is free. Everyone is full knowledge. There is no need of spiritual master. 

Devotee 8: Çréla Prabhupäda, many people who live outside the temple have Jagannätha Deities and Gaura-Nitäi Deities.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Devotee 8: Çréla Prabhupäda, many people who live outside the temple have Jagannätha Deities and...

Prabhupäda: Better Gaura-Nitäi Deities.

Devotee 8: Huh?

Prabhupäda: Better Gaura-Nitäi.

Devotee 8: So they have to do full Deity worship when they have these Deities?

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Devotee 8: They have to do full Deity worship to have these Deities? Dress the Deities every day?

Prabhupäda: They are supposed to do so, but whether they are able to do so, that is the point. If you can worship properly, that's all right. But whether you are able to worship?
Devotee 7: Prabhupäda, can a person go back to a spiritual planet without initiation?
Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee 7: Can a person go back to a spiritual planet...
Prabhupäda: No, there is no more init... Initiation here required when the living entity is in darkness. Just like uneducated person requires to go to school. One who is educated, in his full knowledge, he doesn't go.

Madhudviña: The question was, Prabhupäda, is it possible for a person to return to the spiritual world without taking initiation from a bona fide spiritual master?

Prabhupäda: No, that is not possible. 

Therefore Rüpa Gosvämé said, ädau gurv-äçrayam. 

First business is to accept spiritual master. Ädau gurv-äçrayam. 

Who will train him? He is already fool, rascal. He must be trained up. 

So he must be trained up by the representative of Kåñëa.

Devotee 9: Is second initiation necessary, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Second or first only.
Devotee 9: Çréla Prabhupäda, what are you saying? 

You said before there's no necessary for a spiritual master and now you...

Devotee 1: He said in the spiritual world there is no necessity.

Devotee 9: Oh, in the spiritual world.

Devotee 1: Everyone is in full knowledge. In the material world everyone is in darkness.

Devotees: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda! Hari bol! Hari bol! (break)

Devotee 1: Çréla Prabhupäda, it appears that there is a group of persons here in Australia who think, judging from the different questions that are being asked, they are thinking that it is not required to formally accept...
Prabhupäda: There are so many rascal swamis come. They say like that, "There is no need of guru."

Devotee 1: Yeah, right. They think that Kåñëa is in the heart and you can accept initiation by that way.

Prabhupäda: You do not know where to find out Kåñëa in the heart. 
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We are under the nature's law. You cannot say that you are independent. Nature's law is very strict. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. Nature's law... Just like fire. If you touch fire, it will burn. And even a child who is innocent, if the child touches the fire, it will burn. There is no excuse. You cannot say that "The child is innocent. It does not know the effect of touching fire, so he should be excused." No. Ignorance is no excuse. Especially... That is the state laws. You cannot say... Suppose you have committed some criminal act. If you plead, "My lord, I did not know that the, after doing this act, I had to suffer imprisonment. So you excuse me," no, that will be no excuse. You know or not know the law, if you have acted like that, you must suffer. This is going on.

So we don't believe in the next life just to avoid this consequence. But that will not excuse us. We have to accept a type of body. Otherwise how there are so many different types of bodies? What is the explanation? Why different forms of body, different stages of body, different standard of body? That is nature's law. [ ]
Therefore our program is that we offer Kåñëa the best foodstuff. Kåñëa says, "Give Me this foodstuff." What is that? Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati, tad aham añnämi [Bg. 9.26]. If you call a guest, you should ask him, "My dear friend, what can I offer you, you'll like to eat?" So if he says, "This thing, I shall be very much pleased," that is your duty to give him. Similarly, people may ask that "Why I cannot offer meat to Kåñëa?" No, Kåñëa does not say. Kåñëa does not want it. Kåñëa is mentioning in the Bhagavad-gétä that "You give Me..." Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati: [Bg. 9.26] "You give Me vegetables, give Me fruits, give Me grain, give Me milk, nice water, nice flower, nice Tulasé." Tad aham añnämi: "I eat that." Kåñëa, or God, He can eat anything because He is God. He is all-powerful. But He is asking to the devotees, "Give Me these things." So we shall, we offer Kåñëa these things and prepare varieties. That is our intelligence. You can make varieties. Just like one milk. You can prepare fifty different kinds of preparation from milk—at least. So many varieties. In New Vrindaban we are keeping cows. That is an example. And the cows are giving milk, delivering milk, double than other farmers. Why? Because the cows know that "These people will not kill me." They are not in anxiety. Suppose you are engaged in some work, and if you know that "After seven days, I will be killed," can you do the work very nicely? No. Similarly, the cows know in the Western countries that "These people giving me very nice grains and grass, but after all, they will kill me." So they are not happy. But if they are assured that "You'll not be killed," then they will give double milk, double milk. That is stated in the çästra. During Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's time, the cows milk bag was so filled up that in the pasturing ground they were dropping, and the whole pasturing ground became moist, muddy with milk. The land used to be muddy with milk, not with water. That was the position. Therefore cow is so important that we can get nice food, the milk. 
Milk is required every morning. 
But what is this justice, that after taking milk from the animal and kill it? 
Is that very good justice? 
So it is very, very sinful, and we  have to suffer for that. 
And they are stated in the çästras that "If you do this sinful act, you will go to this kind of hell." 
There are description in the Fifth Canto. [ ]
So pravåtti-märga means if I do things according to my whims, that is called pravåtti-märga. 
Then the next life is waiting for my suffering. That is fact. 
Just like if you irresponsibly live and there is epidemic and you contact some disease, infection, then you must suffer from it. 
There is no excuse. 
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Madhudviña: ...who are here, they would like to have your association, (laughter) more personal association.

Prabhupäda: I also like. (laughter) Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi. 

This is essential, to be anxious to be associated with the spiritual master. Guru-kåñëa-kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja. That is the statement of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu. 

By the mercy of Kåñëa one comes in touch with the bona fide spiritual master, and by the mercy of spiritual master, one gets Kåñëa. So Kåñëa is in everyone's heart. Éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäm. Kåñëa can understand what we want. 

So when we sincerely want Kåñëa, then Kåñëa sends His representative, guru. 

Guru is outside representative of Kåñëa. 

So to the sincere student, Kåñëa teaches from inside and outside. 

That is the way, so that he becomes quickly fit for going back to home, back to Godhead. 

So this behavior, to be attached to spiritual master, is a good qualification. 

Yasya prasädät, by his mercy, Kåñëa becomes merciful. 

By Kåñëa's mercy, one gets spiritual master, 

and by the spiritual master's mercy, one gets the mercy of Kåñëa.

So your this behavior, attachment, is very much appreciated both by Kåñëa and devotees. So continue this attitude and follow the instruction. Then it is guaranteed, go back to home, back to Godhead. It is not difficult. For a sincere person to go back to home, back to Godhead is not at all difficult. Especially Kåñëa in this age has personally appeared as Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu. And Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu is very, very kind to the fallen souls. Päpé-täpé jata chilo, hari-näme uddhärilo. His business was with all the päpé and täpé. Päpé means sinful, and täpé means suffering. Päpé-täpé jata chilo... (to child:) Sit down.

Woman: I must give him tissues.

Prabhupäda: Päpé-täpé jata chilo. So His business was päpé-täpé? No, His business was with the most exalted personalities like... Çré-kåñëa-caitanya prabhu nityänanda, çré-advaita gadädhara çréväsädi-gaura-bhakta. They were all very exalted personalities. But all of their mission was to deliver the päpé-täpés. That we have described in our that small book, Çré Kåñëa Caitanya in Five Features. So päpé-täpé is everyone, in this age especially. But if we take shelter of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, by His mercy we get everything. So now Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu and Nityänanda has come to Melbourne, very nicely looking. So keep yourself always engaged in the service of the Lord. Çré-vigrahärädhana-nitya-nänä-çåìgära-tan-mandira-märjanädau. Çré-vigrahärädhana, this arcana process, beginning from maìgala-ärätrika up to the säyam-ärätrika, everything should be done very nicely. And the temple should be made very clean. Tan-mandira-märjanädau. To dress the Deity is as much important as to cleanse the temple also, not that temple will remain dirty, simply you are dressing the Deity.

No. Everything within the temple should be kept very, very neat and clean. And the more you keep the temple neat and clean, you will be neat and clean within your heart. And then your understanding will be very easy. We cannot understand Kåñëa because our heart is piled up with many garbages. That we have to cleanse. Then it will be easy to understand Kåñëa. So I am very much pleased that we have secured this nice building. Keep it very neat and clean and go on chanting. You have got nice place for chanting and dancing. 

And utilize the open land for growing flower. 

In this way make this center unique. And it is a recognized building. If people understand that this building is now a temple and very nicely kept, people will come and see. 

So keep yourself always in touch with the principles and chant Hare Kåñëa, and those who are... All of you, I think, you are educated. 

Read books. Try to understand the philosophy. Then your life is successful. Thank you very much for your coming.

(devotees offer obeisances) All of them are resident?

Madhudviña: Residents?

Prabhupäda: Resident in this temple?

Madhudviña: We would like them all to be residents. But some of them find it little difficult to be residents.

Prabhupäda: Make it suitable. Hm. All right.

Madhudviña: They don't want to go.

Prabhupäda: All right. (laughter) (break) [ ]
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Prabhupäda: There was a great devotee in South India. He was a treasury officer. So he took money from the treasury and constructed very nice temple. (laughter) Yes. Later on, he was caught, and he was put into jail by the Nawab. At that time the Mohammedan king, Nawab, he saw in dream that two boys, very beautiful, they have come to the Nawab: "Sir, what money he has taken, you can take from me and release him." So the Nawab said, "If I get my money, I can release him." Then, when his dream broke, he saw the money on the floor, and nobody was there. Then he could understand that he is great devotee. He called him immediately, that "You are released, and you take this money also. Whatever you have already taken, that's all right. And now this money also you take. You spend as you like." So devotees sometimes do like that. 

Actually nothing is private property. That is our philosophy. 

Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam: "Everything belongs to God." That's a fact. Under the influence of mäyä we are thinking that "This is my property."

Just like suppose this cushion. Wherefrom the wood has come? Has anybody produced wood? Who has produced? It is God's property. Rather, we have stolen God's property and claiming, "My property." Then Australia. The Englishmen came here, but is that the property of the Englishmen? It was there. America, it was there. And when everything will be finished, it will be there. In the middle we come and claim, "It is my property," and fight. Is it not? You are a barrister, you can judge better.

Guest 2: That was the argument he used.

Guest 1: No, It (indistinct). (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Originally, originally, everything belongs to God. So why we are claiming, "It is my property"? Suppose you have come here. You sit down for one hour, two hours, and if you claim, "It is my property," is that very good judgement? You have come from outside, you are allowed to sit down here for two hours, and if you claim, "This is my property..." Similarly, we come here. We take birth either in America or in Australia or in India and remain for fifty, sixty or hundred years, and why shall I claim, "It is my property"?

Guest 3: You don't claim it, I suppose. If you own property, what happens, I would have thought, is more that for a time you have got possession.

Prabhupäda: For a time you have got possession of the chair--that does not mean your property.

Guest 3: But I suppose if somebody came and took the chair while I've got it in my possession, I'd be terribly upset about it.

Prabhupäda: No, that is a (indistinct) thing. Nobody will disturb you. You remain in your chair. (laughter) That does not mean because you have sat down on the chair for two hours, you become proprietor.

Guest 2: One gets attached.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Guest 2: One gets attached to the chair. I like this chair. It's a nice chair.

Prabhupäda: No, that's all right. You like, you sit down, and you go when it is finished. But how do you claim that it is your property?

Guest 2: Good-bye. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: That is called mäyä. This is mäyä. The philosophy of mäyä, mäyä means what is not. Mä-yä. Mä means not, yä means this. So mäyä means the conclusion, as you have made, that is not. That is not the fact. So we are claiming, "America is our", "Australia is our", "India is our". Nothing our. Everything God's. The best conclusion is, "It is God's property. God has given us to live. Let us thank God, feel obliged to Him, and glorify Him." That is our vision. That is Kåñëa consciousness movement. You accept the real position, that nothing belongs to you, everything belongs to God. You also belong to God. Your body, yourself, everything belongs to God. This body is material body. That material energy, earth, water, air, fire--everything belongs to God. This sea belongs to God, water, vast water. You have not created, neither your forefather has created. So this body is made of earth, water, air, fire, five elements. So your, the body is also God's.

So far I am soul, I am also part and parcel of God. So everything belongs to God. This is Kåñëa consciousness. We are falsely claiming that "It is our." This is mäyä. Mäyä means what is not fact. That is the meaning of mäyä.
Madhudviña: Çréla Prabhupäda, this concept that everything belongs to God, it can't work unless everybody believes that everything belongs to God.

Prabhupäda: Then everybody may be mad. That does not change the fact. If some madman comes in this room and he fights, "I am the proprietor. You get out," so that is not the fact.

Guest 1: I understand, you know you were talking about the sea and so on. But it's for people to use.

Prabhupäda: Use, you can use. 

Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthäù. That is the Vedic injunction. 

What is given to you, you use it. 

Just like one gentleman has got five sons. 
He gives one son, "This is your property. 
This is your property. 
This you can use." 
But the sons must acknowledge that "This is father's property. He has given us." Similarly, in the Vedic çästra it is said that 

"Everything belongs to God, and whatever He has given to you, you can use. 

Don't encroach upon others."

Guest 1: But if He has given... You were saying that if He's given something to you and don't encroach upon others, but there are certain things that one person has or one group of persons have which, I think, truly can be said that...

Prabhupäda: And originally we have to accept. Everything belongs to God. Just like father and sons. The son must know, "The property is father's." That is the real knowledge. Now, "Whatever father has given me, I will use it. Why shall I encroach upon others, my other brother, which he has got from the father?" This is good sense. "Why shall I fight with my other brother? 

My father has given him this property to him, so let him use that, 

and whatever he has given me, let me use it. 

Why shall I encroach upon his property?" 

This is good sense.

Guest 1: I can understand when you say, "Don't encroach on other people's property." And I believe, if I understand you correctly, what you're saying is that if you have something, if someone's given you something and someone else wants to use it, then let him. I can understand that. But don't you get into the stage and can't you get to the stage at times that for some reason or other you don't want him to use it?

Prabhupäda: I don't want to use my thing?

Madhudviña: He's saying that if someone does not want, that you don't want someone to use what you have. If someone tries to forcibly take...

Prabhupäda: No, that is another thing.

Guest 1: The situation could arise when you wouldn't want somebody to use what you were using for some particular reason. You might be using it yourself at that time. That situation can arise that you don't want...

Madhudviña: We are believing that everything belongs to God. If someone else does not believe in that concept and tries to use...

Prabhupäda: That is wrong, that I say. That is his wrong conception.

Guest 2: Well, how do you reconcile or how do you work out a situation... If everything belongs to God, we have to run society, and...

Prabhupäda: But you don't forget that everything belongs to God. Because you have to run society, it does not mean that you forget the real thing.

Guest 1: So I really don't object to that idea at all. But the thing is that the system we're working within has got different concepts.

Prabhupäda: It should be rectified.

Guest 1: It should be...?

Prabhupäda: Rectified.

Madhudviña: The system should be rectified.

Guest 1: I suppose Wally and I are thinking on the same wavelength because we can imagine the problems that we'd have.

Prabhupäda: Now you have got the United Nations. Now, if they are sane men, they should pass resolution, "The whole world belongs to God, and we are all God's sons. So let us make now United States of the World." That can be easily done. If they can make United States of America, why not United States of the whole world?

Guest 2: I think that would probably solve a lot of problems because...
Prabhupäda: Yes, all problems. Now, suppose in India there is scarcity of foodstuff. In America, in Africa, in Australia, there is enough grain. Produce foodstuff, distribute. Then immediately whole nations become united. Use everything, God's gift--we are all sons--very nicely. Then the, all the problems solved. Now the difficulty is that we have made, "No, this is my property. We shall use it, nation." In the Vedic conception there is no such thing as national. There is no such conception. That is the idea, Vedic conception of society or politics. There is no question of national.

Guest 1: You're thinking more of an international world than a national world.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest 1: I don't think anybody would disagree with that. I certainly don't.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that we want to do: one God, one state, one scripture, and one activity. 

That is the ultimate end of Kåñëa consciousness movement. 
Just like we are from different countries. We don't think as nationalism, that "I am American," "I am Indian." No. We all think that "We are all servant of Kåñëa." And they are working in that spirit. It is possible. If this idea is accepted in that United Nation, it can be done. But they will not accept. They are going go be united, but everyone is thinking, "First of all my interest." All cheating. They are outwardly, "Now we have come to the United Nation," but no one is going to be united. Everyone is thinking, "It is my first interest first. I must give veto if he's opposing." This is going on. Therefore for the last twenty years or more than that, they are trying to be united, but it is becoming disunited. The flags are increasing. In New York they have got their headquarters. When I pass through, I see that another flag has increased.

So this United Nations is a failure and it will be failure because there is no God consciousness.

Guest 3: I don't think it's necessary that it fails.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Guest 3: I don't think it's necessary that it fails. I don't... I think things are changing definitely throughout the world. It's a matter of which course they take.

Prabhupäda: No, what changing? They are preparing for war again. Where is changing? A slight provocation, there may be war.

Guest 1: Yes, but people are changing now. You're getting the young people who for the first time in years are becoming aware and are getting interested in things outside their own town, their own individual state or whatever it is they have. You have people, the young people now are getting interested in things like poverty, they're interested in Bangladesh and so on. This is good. But you nonetheless have a very large proportion of the people who have got that idea of, "I'm all right, and I'll look after mine without taking the overall picture into account." And I think that so long as you have different concepts, different beliefs, it's going to be very hard to get into what you're talking about.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is to be united first, that... First thing is that everyone should be convinced or understand clearly that everything belongs to God. But they have no conception of God even. That is the difficulty. The whole human society at the present moment, majority, they are Godless, especially the Communists. They don't acknowledge. The scientist, the philosopher, the scholars--all Godless. Scientists' special business is how to defy God. They say, "Science is everything. We can do everything by science." There is no need of God. Huh?

Guest 2: I don't think so any more. They're a lot more enlightened.

Prabhupäda: Not any more?
Guest 2: Well, in some circles, yes I think.

Prabhupäda: That was never any more, but if they are realizing that, that is very good.

Guest 1: But you can't say that scientists are working in a way that is opposite to God's will.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they say. They say, oh yes. I have met many scientists. They say that "We shall solve everything by scientific advancement. We have done already." They say like that.

Guest 1: But just because they...

Prabhupäda: Just like there is a big theory, chemical theory. One big scientist... Big or small, whatever he may be, he has got a Nobel Prize.

Guest 1: He's medium sized. (laughing)

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Guest 1: He's medium sized.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He is making the theory that life has come from chemicals by chemical combination, chemical evolution. Darwin's theory is also of that. This is their... Big, big scientists, they are so fool that life has come from matter. Where is the proof? He was lecturing in California University, and there was one student. He is my disciple. He challenged him that "If you get the chemicals, whether you can manufacture life?" That answer was, "That I cannot say." Why? You are putting this theory, that life has come from chemicals. So science means observation and experiment. Now experimentally prove that the chemicals have produced a life.

Guest 1: They're trying. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: That is another foolishness. When you are trying to be a lawyer or barrister, that does not mean you are barrister. When you are a student of law you cannot say that "I am barrister," or "advocate," that you cannot say. You are trying to be, that is another thing.

But while they are trying to be, they are taking the position of leader.

That is the misleading.

That is described in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. "One blind man is trying to lead many other blind men." What is the use of such leading? If the leader is blind, how he will do well to other blind men? [ ]

Guest 1: But can't you have people doing good for the sake of goodness?

Prabhupäda: But he does not know what is good.
Guest 1: But there are certain people...

Prabhupäda: Therefore I say blind. He does not know what is good. Real goodness is to understand God. That is real goodness.

Guest 1: But there are certain things that you don't..., that are good, that you can accept as being good just by themselves. Now if you see an old lady who gets run over by a car, you go and help her. Now there are certain things that are good by themselves, I think, and that people will react and do the good thing even though they mightn't have any concept of God.

Prabhupäda: No.


Unless you have got
 the real platform
how you can do good?
Just like our Madhudviña Mahäräja was obliged to you. You have done some good in legal affairs. But unless you are a lawyer, legal man, how can you do it? You have a mind to do good, but if you are not a lawyer, how could you do?

Guest 2: But there would be a lot of lawyers to do...

Prabhupäda: No, that is another thing. I am talking of yourself.

If one does not know what is good, then how he will do good?
The first business is that he must know what is good.

Then he can do something good.

Otherwise what is the use of jumping like monkey? He must know. Because you are a lawyer you know how to deal with law, you can do good. But a layman who is not a lawyer, how he can do good? 

So therefore, anyone who is posing himself as leader to do good to the society, 

he must know first of all what is good.
Guest 2: Would you say that the lawyer can do good whether or not he believes in God?
Prabhupäda: No, no, no. I am saying that if you are not a lawyer, if you have no study of the law, how can you do good?

Guest 2: Well, that's what I was putting. I was hoping to lead you from there to the other situation of no studying or specific training.

Madhudviña: No. Çréla Prabhupäda was saying that you could help us legally because you knew the law. If you weren't a lawyer, then you couldn't have helped us legally. Right?

Guest 2: I see, I see what you mean, yes.

Madhudviña: So therefore, now taking that same example, you can't do good for someone unless you know what good is. You can't...

Guest 2: I was misunderstanding what he was saying.

Madhudviña: You can't help us legally unless you know the law yourself. You can't... I mean, just any Joe can't walk into the court and start speaking. The judge will say, "Go away." But because you're a lawyer you can help us.

Guest 1: But the question Raymond asked before was if somebody helped an old lady across the street and he was, say, an atheist, would it be doing a good action?

Madhudviña: Well, it depends. It depends on what the lady was doing.

Guest 1: It depends if he pushed her in front of a car.

Madhudviña: That lady may have been...

Guest 1: If she wanted to cross the road?

Madhudviña: No, no. That lady may have been walking home with a cartload, with booze, to kill herself. So when she got knocked over and all her liquor fell out on the ground and you didn't help her up with it, then maybe it was good that you left her there.

Guest 1: No, I think that particular situation where he helped the lady across the road...
Prabhupäda: No, particular situation is different.

But generally if we do not know what is the ultimate goal, then we misguide.

That is the point.

So either in society or politics or economics or religion, philosophy, culture--everyone is engaged in some department.

But if that leader does not know what is the ultimate goal of life, how he will lead?
Similarly, if we try to make an attempt to bring people on the platform of God consciousness, then he is possessing all other qualities: how to take care of the body, how to use the mind, how to use intelligence, everything. But it is not possible that everyone should become God conscious.

That is not possible. Because there are different grades. But at least one class of men should remain in the society as ideal, God conscious. Just like for our usual life we require lawyers, we require engineer, we require medical practitioner, we require so many, similarly, in the society there must be a class of men who are fully God conscious and ideal. That is necessary. Just like in your body you have got hands, legs, belly, but the head must be there.

If your head is cut off, then, despite you have got hands, legs, and belly, 

it is useless.

So this attempt, Kåñëa consciousness movement, 

is an attempt to keep at least one class of men, ideal devotee, ideal character. 

At least, people will see, "Oh, here is an ideal character." That is required. That is described in the Çrémad-..., Bhagavad-gétä, how to create a first-class man. Just like we have got educational institution for giving instruction on law or medical science or engineering, similarly, there must be an institution to make first-class devotee, ideal man.

That is necessary.

Guest 2: I think the problem in western society, because in western society if you're not the head, then you're inferior.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Guest 2: If you're not the head, you're inferior. In Indian society that's not so.

Prabhupäda: Who shall be the head?

Guest 2: All want to be heads, in one way or another.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Paramahaàsa: He says that we all want to be heads.

Prabhupäda: No. That is a very good idea, but the leg is also required. If you simply keep the head and there is no leg, then it is incomplete. Everything is required. To keep the body fit you require head, you require arms, you require belly, you require leg. That is the system of varëäçrama-dharma. In India you have heard that there is a class, brähmaëa. Now it is now broken. But this is the Vedic civilization, that one class of men should be the brähmaëas, first class. One class of man should be kñatriya, the administrators, politicians. One class of man should be food producer, vaiçya. And one class of man should be laborer, who has no brain but he can assist the other three.

Guest 2: The ideal in western societies is all people should be equal.
Prabhupäda: No, that is not ideal and neither it is possible. 

Not that everyone is going to be lawyer. Even though everyone has got the ambition to become a first-class lawyer and earn like anything, but that is not possible. So therefore it requires selection, who will become a lawyer, who will become a scientist, who will become a medical man...

Guest 2: In our society you are taught in school that if you try hard enough, you can become prime minister.

Prabhupäda: No, no, there is no harm. You become prime minister. But I say that not everyone is capable to become prime minister. That has to be.

If one man is not capable and if he takes education to become,

he will waste his time.

Guest 2: But once you have the idea in your head that you can be prime minister, you don't want to be a laborer.

Prabhupäda: Then you become. But if he is a loafer and he wants to become prime minister, then it will create havoc. Just like in America. He was not fit for the president's post. Nixon was elected. Then again he has to be dragged down. We say the fit man should go to become a particular...
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Prabhupäda: ...their own food, 
it takes working eight hours for three months. 

So three months, if they work hard--hard means eight hours, not more than—

then the whole year's provision is there.

Siddha-svarüpa: Yes. Simply they have to harvest, time, maybe two hours a day. Farming or being in the countryside also seems to be, in itself working in the countryside rather than in a factory, seems to be more conducive for thinking, even while they're working.

Prabhupäda: No, it is a fact. This factory working is most demonic. It is not required at all. For the interest of a few persons this device has been invented. Therefore the Communist movement is there. And the China has found the Communistic movement in Russia is defective because although it is Communistic, 

the whole idea of exploitation by the powerful is there.
Siddha-svarüpa: Yes, that is their argument actually.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And that is the fact. And Chinese Communism will be perfect if they take little instruction from us. We are also Communist, Kåñëa Communist. We want that everyone should be happy. The Communistic philosophy is also like that. They want to see everyone happy. But they have made a materialistic center. That will not help. [ ]
...also nowadays it has become a fashion to keep dog.

Bali-mardana: Yes, and to put stool on the sidewalk. Wherever there is dogs, there is stool all over the sidewalk.

Prabhupäda: That is the modern civilization.

They are avoiding cow dung and associating dog stool. (laughs) This is modern...

Cow dung is so beneficial. That they are avoiding. And they are associating dog stool. The dog mentality. The master and the servant, and the, er, dog, both of them watching. The master writes by signboard. What is that? "Keep away. Private property." And the animal also making, "Gow! Gow! Gow!" Both of them are dogs. He is making "Gow! Gow!" by signboard, and he is doing it as nature, but both of them are dogs. One is two-legged dog, another is four-legged dog.

Garden Conversation with Dr. Gerson and devotees   June 22, 1975, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: The Vedic civilization, therefore, teaches the student, brahmacäré, how to remain without sex life. Those who are unable to continue that, they are allowed, "All right, be married life." And that is also for twenty-five years. A student remains brahmacäré up to twenty-five years, and if we wants to take this sex license-household life means sex life—so he can get the license for twenty-five years more. So at the age of fifty years, fiftieth year, he gives up voluntarily. He keeps his wife with him just to assist him to advance in spiritual life, and they go from one holy place to another. And then when they are practiced, then the woman is sent to his elderly sons to take care and the man takes sannyäsa. This is Vedic civilization, varëäçrama, four varëas and four äçramas: the brähmaëas, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra... And the sannyäsa is especially meant for the brähmaëas, not the kñatriyas or the vaiçyas because they are not very much advanced. But the brähmaëa is advanced from the very beginning. Therefore sannyäsa is for the brähmaëa. 

The system (is) that without being a brähmaëa  nobody can take sannyäsa. 

So I am criticized by others in India that I am giving sannyäsa to them. 

Of course, according to the principle, they are not fit for sannyäsa, 

but because Caitanya Mahäprabhu also took sannyäsa at the age of twenty-four years... Çaìkaräcärya took sannyäsa at the age of eight years. He lived only for thirty-two years, Caitanya Mahäprabhu lived for forty-eight years. So for ordinary man, sannyäsa is difficult. But for preaching work, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's footprints we are trying to follow. (1975)

Dharmädhyakña: Çréla Prabhupäda, we want your direction on how to actually do it.

Prabhupäda: Actually our, that you have already mentioned, that

"Example is better than precept."

Our whole process is following the example of predecessors, nothing independent.

So that principle should be followed. We do not accept any precept who is free from the predecessors. Do you follow?

Bahuläçva: Uh huh.

Prabhupäda: Mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù. 

This is the secret of devotional service: nothing to do independent. 

Then it will be all right. (break) [ ]

(break) We have to present an  IDEAL INSTITUTION, 

not  that we make  compromise  with everybody. 

That is not our business. 

We don't want stars. 

We want moon. 

What is the use of millions of stars? 

Get one moon. That is sufficient. (break)

...not expect everyone to become brähmaëa. That is not possible.
Because the three qualities are working, you cannot make all the population on the modes of goodness. That is not possible. There must be people in passion and ignorance. 

Otherwise, why Kåñëa says, cätur-varëyaà, four division? 

He could have done one kind of men.
But all of them can be utilized in Kåñëa consciousness if they are guided properly.
Sva-karmaëä tam abhyarcya saàsiddhià labhate naraù.
One can get perfection, even becoming a çüdra, 

provided he is properly guided, 

not that only the brähmaëas can become Kåñëa conscious. No.

The çüdras also can become, provided he is guided by the brähmaëa. (break) 

At the present moment the whole human society is full of çüdras. 

There is no brähmaëas. So you have to train real brähmaëas. (break) 

...how respectfully received that Sudämä Vipra, not that because he was a caste brähmaëa.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Devotee.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. He was so respectful to the brahminical culture. Many places it is described. 

Therefore His another name is 

namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca, jagad-hitäya kåñëäya govindäya. 

In the Kali-yuga the so-called brähmaëa means having a two cents thread. 

NOT that brähmaëa. 

Vipratve sütram eva ca. "To become a brähmaëa, just have a thread, sacred thread, and then do all nonsense." That kind of is not required. That is Kali-yuga brähmaëa: "I have got the sacred thread. I have become brähmaëa. Now I can do all nonsense. Never mind." That will not help. (break) 

...giving  sacred thread on the Päïcarätriki-vidhi, the same principle.

There is a little spot, fire. Fan it. The process of fanning.

But the fanning is stopped; then small spot of fire also extinguished.

It will have no effect because the small fire cannot do anything.

It must be blazing fire. So our this process... 

We are accepting from the most fallen condition. Because he has little spark of fire--he wants to get Kåñëa consciousness--so our process is: "Fan it." And then it must be blazing fire. But if you say that "Now that small fire is sufficient," that will not act. It must be blazing fire. A small fire is the potency. But potency should be brought to... Just like wood. There is fire. Everyone knows. But that will not serve your purpose. Fuel wood, unless there is fire... So there is fire, but it has to be increased. The wood... First of all set fire. Then there will be smoke. The smoke is also not fire. Smoke is another condition, symptom of fire, but smoke is not fire. The smoke must come into blazing fire. Then it can act.

Brahmänanda: The fanning, that is the devotional practices.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: If that stops...

Prabhupäda: Then it is finished.
Bahuläçva: That verse is from Çrémad-Bhägavatam?
Prabhupäda: Which verse?

Bahuläçva: That verse about how wood is better than raw earth and fire is better than wood?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Fire is better than smoke. Smoke is better than wood. Wood means tamo-guëa. And smoke means rajo-guëa, "Now it is coming." And fire means sattva-guëa. 

So you have to go still above. 

That is called çuddha-sattva-guëa. Here, simply blazing fire, it may also extinguish, but the platform where it is never extinguished, that is spiritual platform. That is spiritual. That is not material. Not only fire, but ever-blazing fire. That is spiritual platform. You cannot stop even, "Oh, here is now fire." It must be ever-blazing fire. Then it will act. 

But that is said when there is no chance of extinction. Nitya-yukta upäsate. That is stated in the Çrémad Bhagavad-gétä, nitya-yukta, ever-existing, eternal. That is wanted.

Sometimes our devotees fall down because he has not come to that platform, ever-existing. Therefore the fire extinguished.

That is possible, but everyone should be very, very careful that the fire may not be extinguished. Then again mäyä. There are two things: Kåñëa and mäyä. If Kåñëa fire is extinguished, then mäyä, ignorance, darkness. Two things.

kåñëa-bhuliyä-jéva bhoga-väïchä kare päçate mäyära tare jäpaöiyä dhare
As soon as you forget Kåñëa, then mäyä is there, "Yes, please come here." Finished. There is no two, er, three. mäyä, Kåñëa. If you are not in Kåñëa, then you are in mäyä. And if you are in Kåñëa, there is no mäyä. Yähän kåñëa, sürya-tähän, nähi mäyära adhikära. That is our Back to Godhead motto, "Where there is Kåñëa, there is no nescience."

kåñëa sürya-sama, mäyä andhakära, yähän kåñëa tähän nähi mäyära adhikära
You understand Bengali?

Harikeça: I know that verse.

Prabhupäda: That's... You know it eternally?

Harikeça: I hope so.

Prabhupäda: (laughing) That's all right. 

So we have to set such institution that mäyära nähi adhikära, 

no more jurisdiction of mäyä. That is perfect.

Bahuläçva: We must keep very high standards.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Harer näma [Cc. Ädi 17.21]. There is also, vegetable.
Revaténandana: Seaweed.

Sudämä: Clams.

Jayatértha: It's full of barnacles.

Revaténandana: And mussels also. The black ones are called mussels. And also crabs.

Prabhupäda: (speaks to someone in Hindi) So you were hearing me talking just now? Indian guest: Oh yes, Swamiji. Listening, part of the conversation I heard. [break] ...these college courses and units, and I realize that to teach a religious course which is a Vedic culture first needs devotion, second needs knowledge. And I need both of them. I lack both of them. And this is... But still, I can support this kind of...

Prabhupäda: That I was explaining. Because you have a little desire to know, so that we have to take, a small fire, and we have to fan it. Then it will come, blazing fire. 

Kali-yuga means actually there is no brähmaëa, 

but whenever there is a little tendency of becoming brähmaëa, we take it, accept. 

Otherwise there is no question of pushing on this movement. Wherever there is little chance, we take advantage. That is our process. [break] 

Initiation means just to see, "Here is a little chance. He is coming forward. Take it, accept him, and fan it." 

This is initiation, not that "Now I am initiated, I become perfect." [break] [ ]

Bahuläçva: They haven't produced any pure devotees. Actually, Dr. Judah says that we will add a lot of life to that union because all these other groups are dried up.

Prabhupäda: Well, dried up, but they must agree to follow. Otherwise, it is dead. 

[break] ...käräd bhaved dvijaù. Saàskära, reformation, that makes a twice-born. 

[break] janmana jäyate çüdraù 

saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù, vedo-pathad bhaved vipro brahmä jänätéti brähmaëaù. 

Everyone is born çüdra, and by undergoing the reformation process, he becomes twice-born. The father is the spiritual master, and the mother is Vedic knowledge. First birth is ordinary father and mother. That even cats and dogs gets. Everyone gets father and mother. Without father and mother, there is no question of birth. That janma is çüdra janma. Then, when he gets second birth by the spiritual father, then he becomes a dvija, twice-born. Again birth. 

Then he is allowed to study the Vedic literatures.
Vedo-pathad bhaved vipraù. 

And when, by studying, he understand the Brahman, then he becomes brähmaëa. 

This is the process. 

Brahmä jänätéti brähmaëaù. 

And then,  after  becoming a brähmaëa, when he understands Kåñëa,

then he becomes Vaiñëava. 

Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye [Bg. 7.3]. 

Siddha means to understand Brahman, and yatatäm api siddhänäm, 

and after becoming siddha, one who drives further ahead, 

out of many of them, one can understand Kåñëa. 

So we are aiming   to that destination, to understand Kåñëa. 

And then it will be perfect. 

And as soon as you understand Kåñëa, 

you are fit for going back to home, back to Godhead. 

Tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti (Ed: the next conversation is similar) [ ]
vaiñëava öhäkura, tomära kukura

bhüliya janaha more

"Vaiñëava öhäkura, you just accept me as your dog," Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura sings. That is success wanted. "If you accept me as your dog, that is my success."

vaiñëava thakura, tomära kukura

bhüliya janaha more

Our endeavor is just to become a dog of a Vaiñëava, not to become an animal like lion. We remain a dog, but of a Vaiñëava. And we refuse to become a big animal like lion. This is our philosophy. Another song is Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura's, janmaobi jadi icchä to hara, kéöa-janma hau jaha das bhakta tuìhara: "I do not know what is my next life. That depends on Your consideration. But if you think that I must take another birth or another many births, it doesn't matter. Only I request You that You make me an insignificant ant in the house of a devotee." Kéöa-janma hau jaha das tuìhara. This is Vaiñëava aspiration, that If become an ant under the protection of a Vaiñëava, that is also successful. And I don't want to become a Brahmä who is not a devotee." So this Vaiñëava philosophy is very accurate. Therefore this life of a Vaiñëava begins with surrender, not the challenge. Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66]. That is Vaiñëava.
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janmana jäyate çüdraù saìskaräd bhaved dvijaù

veda-pathad bhaved vipro brahmä jänätéti brähmaëaù
These are the different stages.

Everyone is born çüdra. Çüdra means the life of lamentation. He does something and laments. This is çüdra. He does not know how to perform, but by whims he does something and laments later on. This is çüdra. And brähmaëa means na çocati na käìkñati. He never laments, neither hankers. That is brähmaëa. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati, samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. Find out this verse, brahma-bhutaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati...
brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati samaù sarveñu bhüteñu mad-bhaktià labhate param
"One who is thus transcendentally situated at once realizes the Supreme Brahman. He never laments nor desires to have anything; he is equally disposed to every living entity. In that state he attains pure devotional service unto Me."

Prabhupäda: That means one has to come to the platform of brähmaëa.
Then he can enter into devotional service.

Samaù sarveñu bhüteñu mad-bhaktià labhate param.
In that brähminical state he sees every living entity as part and parcel of God.
That is samaù, equality. He does not see like this, that the human being has soul and the cow has not soul. He does not see like that. He sees the cow has soul, the ant has soul, the elephant has soul, the tree has soul, the human being has soul. That is samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. By ignorance he thinks that "The tree has no soul; the cow has no soul; the animal has no soul; simply we have got soul." That is ignorance, base quality. 

But when you come to the pureness of goodness, samaù sarveñu bhüteñu, 

this qualification will arise. 

So a devotee is not willing to kill even an ant because he knows that "He is also soul, part and parcel. 

By his karma, he has become ant, I have become a human being. So I am the same soul; he is the same soul. He is different body. He is suffering in that way. I have got different body. I am also suffering, but I am thinking I am enjoying." That is samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. What is the meaning, samaù sarveñu bhüteñu?
Jayatértha: Samaù means equally disposed; sarveñu means all; bhüteñu means living entity. "He is equally disposed to every living entity."

Prabhupäda: So we can see on equal level when you become a brähmaëa. 

Brahma-bhütaù, not in the United Nation, passing resolution and fight is going on outside, 

because they have no vision, samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. 

So the politicians should be guided by the brähmaëas. 

That is social structure. Those who are first-class men in the spiritual understanding...

Or the politicians, the administrators, they should

take instruction from the brähmaëas and take part in politics.


Then they will be
  also first class men.
You haven't got to drag him down again. First of all elect, and drag him down. This is mistake. Just like you elected Nixon president; again you dragged him down, because there was mistake.

You do not know who to elect because you are not guided by brähmaëas.
This is the fault. 

The whole society is being guided by the mle..., 

çüdras and some portion vaiçyas. 

Mostly çüdras and some certain percentage, mercantile. (Ed: based on cow slaughter!)

And no kñatriya, no brähmaëa. 

Therefore, for the peaceful life in human society, must be  be four divisions. 

Find out this verse, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù....

"According to the three modes of material nature and the work ascribed to them, the four divisions of human society were created by Me. And, although I am the creator of this system, you should know that I am yet the non-doer, being unchangeable."

Prabhupäda: Yes, Kåñëa created these four division, 

brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, but 

He does not belong to any one of them. 

He is neither brähmaëa nor kñatriya nor vaiçya nor çüdra. 

He is transcendental.
Similarly, our philosophy—

just to make the human society very peaceful and making progress
we  wish  to establish THIS 
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system:

A first-class man, group of men, brähmaëas,

THEY will guide the kñatriyas,
and the kñatriyas, the administrators,

THEY will guide the vaiçya.

Vaiçya MEANS agriculture and cow protection and  trade. 
And çüdra means those who are neither brähmaëa nor kñatriya nor vaiçyas.

They are simply worker, assistant.

So there must be division like this. 

The brähmaëas should guide the kñatriyas,

and the kñatriyas will administer the state,

and the vaiçyas will produce foodstuff, (Ed: on the basis of cow protection)

and çüdras will help.

Co operation for common benefit. (ED: knowledge, protection and help/barter of secondary necessities in exchange for the charity, tax and barter of that foodstuff)
But the aim is spiritual realization.

That is perfect society.

If everyone is çüdra, without any aim of life, 

then there will be chaos. [ ]
Prabhupäda: And according to Vedic civilization, 

as soon as one is a brähmaëa, 

he is not within the jurisdiction of administration, immediately. 

The government has no right to check in his activities. 

Because he knows he is a brähmaëa. 

Four person, four or five, they are excused from the jurisdiction of law. The first is brähmaëa, the second is cow, the third is woman, and the fourth is old man, and fifth is the child. These five persons are not in the jurisdiction of law. No. Just like we have got practical. If a child comes and takes my spectacle away, he is not criminal. Everyone knows. But if a man takes my spectacle, then he is criminal.

Similarly, a brähmaëa is never criminal. A cow is never criminal. 

These are the Vedic civilization. Woman, woman is also excused. No punishment for woman.

Jayatértha: Now the crime rate amongst the women is...

Prabhupäda: Now they have been trained up. What can be done? 

Woman is not trained up now to become a chaste wife. 

That is the defect of the civilization. 

Formerly, woman was trained up only to become, remain faithful to his husband, that's all. Nari-rüpaà pati-vrataù: "Woman's beauty is how she is faithful to her husband." That's all. That is beauty, not personal beauty. Vidyä rüpaà kurupanam: "A black man or ugly man, if he is educated, that is his beauty." Kokilänäà svaro rüpaà. Kokila, the cuckoo is just like a crow, but everyone likes because his voice is so sweet. Kokilänäà svaro rüpaà vidyä rüpaà kurupanam nari-rüpaà pati-vratam. Like that, he has given a list. These are the beauty. If a woman is trained up not to talk with any other man except her husband, that is her beauty. That enhances the beauty and prestige. This is Vedic knowledge.

Jayatértha: In today's society that standard is unimaginable.

Prabhupäda: Yes, therefore there is no adjustment.

Everyone is suffering in spite of so-called education. Nobody is happy. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Everything has got proper use. In the material condition we do not know that. Therefore Narottama däsa Öhäkura has made a list, how to use your, this anger, greediness, like that. He says, kamaù kåñëa-karmärpaëe. We are lusty for doing something for our sense gratification. The same desire, same propensity, can be utilized for serving Kåñëa. Just like we are writing books, keeping night, whole night. So for an old man like me, it is tedious. But we are doing for Kåñëa. So similarly, another author may be writing whole night for some sex literature. So the labor for producing a sex literature and the labor for producing a Bhägavata is the same. It may be same ambition that "Let me become a big author. My name will be very popular." But one thing is being done for Kåñëa; one thing is being done for sense gratification. So that propensity of becoming a reputed author or the labor, this, same, but it is being utilized for different purposes. Similarly, you take anything, if you use it for... Just like Hanumän. He became angry upon Rävaëa. He set fire in his city, destroyed the whole city. He showed his anger, but not for his personal sense gratification. He wanted to serve Lord Räma. Sétä was stolen by him, so there was arrangement for fighting, and he did the same thing, set fire. To set fire in your home or your country, it is not good, but he did it for satisfaction of Lord Rämacandra. So everything has its proper use when it is utilized for serving Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa consciousness. We are living beings. We are conscious. We cannot give up anything, but we are being trained up how to utilize everything for Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa consciousness. So give him some prasäda. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Take. (eating)

Dr. Mize: This is delicious.

Prabhupäda: Now you can take. Kåñëa has given us so many nice things. Why should we kill the poor animals? That's not good. Because na samaù, there is no such vision, samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. He is not a brähmaëa. He is giving the dog a bad name and hang it. Animal has no soul. What is this? Animal has no soul?

Bahuläçva: Sometimes they argue that we're killing the vegetables.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Vegetable has also life but we are not killing. When you pluck out the flower, the tree is not killed. When you take a fruit, the tree is not killed. When you take grains, automatically they die. Then you take the grains. There is no question of killing. But even it is killing, it is not as murderous as killing a cow. Why the state hangs a man when he kills a man? The man can plead that "So many animals are being killed every day. If I kill one man, what is the wrong there?" The punishment is that "You have killed one important animal." Therefore the Bhaga..., kåñi-go-rakñya, that cow should be protected because it is a very, very, important animal. It does not say, "Other animal." Or does not say, "All animals." He said, "Cows," because important. It's supplying you milk, so important food. She is your mother and you are killing mother? Is that your civilization? Killing mother? "Mother is old, and mother is no more supplying milk. Kill." Is there any such sanction? Rather, old mother is given more protection. And what is this civilization, killing the mother? In the morning we require milk immediately, and the mother cow is supplying. And when she cannot supply, kill her. What is this philosophy?

Room Conversation                  June 26, 1975, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: No no. You cannot. You are not authorized.
Devotee (1): Well, who is authorized?

Prabhupäda: The authorized... You are not authorized. Who is authorized, that is not your business.

Devotee (2): Then what does it mean to become disciple?

Prabhupäda: Disciple, if you don't like, give it up.

Devotee (2): We do like it.

Prabhupäda: You have already given up.
Devotee (2): If we didn't like it, we would not come here.

Prabhupäda: No, no. You have already given up.
My disciples do not keep so many hair.

Devotee (2): Many of your disciples do.

Prabhupäda: No. I don't accept that. You just this one circle, little.

But those who are keeping big hairs, they are rejected from my disciples.

Devotee (2): All right. That is clearing some things up.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): This is what we want to know.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): Because then that is an unequivocal statement.

Prabhupäda: No. This is, that you can,

that anyone who is keeping hairs and not following the rules and regulations,

they are rejected from second initiation.

Devotee (2): What if they are keeping hair but they are following the rules and regulations.

Prabhupäda: Then let them follow. That's a good life. But from external features he must be a Vaiñëava.

Devotee (2): To get second initiation.

Devotee (1): Does that mean shaved head?

Prabhupäda: Caitanya Mahäprabhu, when His students used to come without tilaka, so He refused to see his face. He refused to see his face. He said it is a crematory ground.

Devotee (2): Why is that?

Prabhupäda: There is no "why." If you accept it, accept.

If you don't accept, leave us, leave us. There is no "why."

Devotee (2): Then that is...

Prabhupäda: You are not following strictly.
You cannot ask why.

Devotee (2): We could not ask why when we were following strictly either, Prabhupäda. So I'm sorry that it has to be this way.

Prabhupäda: No, our thing is that we have got some principles. If anyone cannot follow, then we don't accept him.

Devotee (1): Then what do you do with the rest of the world, except for the few people who...

Prabhupäda: So what I can do I am doing. Therefore you have no right to ask me.
What is possible by me I am doing. 
And those who are able to follow, they are following. That's all.

Devotee (2): But they cannot engage anyone else. How can you reach the intelligent class?

Prabhupäda: So that is their business. That is not your business.
Devotee (2): We are trying to be disciples, so we considered it our business because we are sincerely trying.

Prabhupäda: So why you are bothering me? You do your business.
Devotee (2): Because from you only...

Prabhupäda: I do not accept you because you are keeping hairs.
Devotee (2): I did not know that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): You never told me that in Hawaii.

Prabhupäda: Now I say, I'll repeat that anyone who is keeping long hairs,

he is no more my disciple.

Devotee (2): All right.

Prabhupäda: This is the first condition.

Devotee (1): Does that apply also for householder dharma, or is that simply for brahmacäré dharma? Even you... I have pictures of you on the Bhägavatam when you did not have shaved head, with a mustache when you were doing your business as a householder. So does that apply to householders, or only to brahmacärés, that a householder must also keep a shaved head or is that...?

Prabhupäda: At that time I was not initiated. You were seeing my picture, mustaches, at that time I was not initiated. Since I became initiated, I have shaven.
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(break) (walking:) ...is we want to distribute books vigorously because general public, they have not yet understood what is the importance of this movement; neither they have any knowledge. The general public, maybe with some exception in India, they are simply like cats and dogs. They have no knowledge, that what is the purpose of this life (indistinct) and... Pravåttià ca nivåttià ca na vidur äsuräù janä. That is stated. 

Pravåtti means what we should accept, 

what kind of life we should accept and 

what kind of life 
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we shall reject. 

This is their first ignorance. 

next line? Jagad ähur anéçvaram.
Jayadvaita: Na çaucaà näpi cäcäro...
Prabhupäda: Näpi cäcäro. Na çaucaà näpi cäcäro...
Jayadvaita: Na satyaà teñ...
Prabhupäda: Na satyaà teñu vidyate. This is the whole population. They do not know... There are big, big nation, big, big philosopher, big, big scientists and all very big, 

but  what kind of life they should live, they do not know. 

What is the accurate destination of our life, that they do not know. 

And all humbug, big, big scientist, philosopher, theologist, and so on, so on, politician, sociologist, welfare. But real thing, they are rascal. 

They do not know which way we have to go. So what is the use of these big, big words? 

They do not know which way to go. 

Suppose we are walking. If we go to the this side without knowing that "This is water; we should not go," then what is the use? 

That is their defect. Pravåttià ca nivåttià ca na vidur äsuräù janä. 

Na çaucaà näpi cäcäro. (chuckles) Çaucam, cleanliness, they do not know, neither behavior. Näpi cäcäro. Jagad ähur anéçvaram; "Oh, there is no God. It has come out out of the sand." This is the whole population. Jagad ahur anéçvaram. Which way we shall go? (break) Therefore we require vigorous propaganda to make these fools to understand what is the real aim of life. That should be our propaganda. Idam adya mayä labdham imaà präpsye punar dhanam. They have simply calculated, "Now today the bank balance is now three millions dollars, and tomorrow it will be four million." Simply, they say. Idaà präpsye punar dhanam. And everyone is proud, "Who is greater than me? Who can understand more than me? I am very great man." Äòhyo mäm abhi... What is that? Äòhyo mäm, hmm? "I am the richest man. I am the most aristocratic. I have killed so many enemies. Now I shall kill that enemy." Everything is described in the Bhagavad-gétä. This is their position. The rascal does not know whether he is going to be a dog next life, and if he is going to, he says, "Oh, what is the wrong? I can become dog." This is the position. (break) ...ähur anéçvaram. (break) ...trying to go to the planet, this planet, that planet. Rascal, say... They did not recognize, "Who has made this planet, where I am going?" They are taking credit by going there, but he is not giving any credit to the person or the agent who has made it. Just see. What do you think? That, "I am going there, but who has made it? Who is that person?" "No, it has come out... There was a chunk, and it became plant and then so on." This is their knowledge. And people are accepting, "Oh, great scientist. There was a chunk." Just see. Why don't you get yourself a chunk and it burst into big, big planet? (laughter) Such rascals are governing the whole human society.

Rädhä-vallabha: They have another theory, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Any theory, they are all rascals, that's all. (laughter) (break) ...arrangement in one planet, it has come accidentally by chunk bursting, and we have to believe them. This is their position. (break) ...this understanding comes automatically when one understands that he is soul, then. And that requires brain. Therefore we are discussing tapasä brahmacaryena. We have to to create brain how to understand it. (break) ...phalaà teñäà tad bhavati alpa-medhasäm. It is stated, alpa-medhasäm, a slight brain substance. Medha, medha what is called, cere... cere...

Harikesa: Cerebral?

Prabhupäda: Cerebrum, yes. So intelligence becomes more more who has got more cerebrum.

Thing is that people are working so hard day and night for these temporary years, 

and less than that laboring they can go to back to home, back to Godhead. 

Little  labor. 

But they do not know. Kåñëa says, yänti deva-vratä devän pitèn yänti pitå-vratäù, bhütejyä yänti bhü..., mad-yäjino 'pi yänti mäm. Just to get a nice car, a nice wife, and a few children by working so hard, bhütejya, and the same labor, mad-yäjino 'pi yänti mäm, if he devotes for Kåñëa consciousness, he goes back to home, back to Godhead. And what is wrong there? We have got so many Kåñëa conscious devotees. What is wrong there than these ordinary karmés? Hmm? Are we unhappy? What do you think?

Brahmatértha: No, nice.

Prabhupäda: See? Just see the foolish people. They are working so hard for nothing. Everything will be finished after this death, and he will become a cat and dog or a tree. You see? (break) ...sometimes advocate the materialists.

Kuruçreñöha: Sometimes, Çréla Prabhupäda, even we explain that, and they can seem to understand; still they won't do anything about it.

Prabhupäda: So you have to constantly poke them. These rascals. Just like one man is sleeping. You have to call him constantly, "Mr. Such, Mr. Such, wake up, rascal. You are sleeping. Why?" This is our business. 

uttiñöhata jagrata präpya varan nibodhata
That is sung by Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, 

kota nidrä jäo mäyä-péçäcira kole
"How long you will sleep? You have got this opportunity, human form of life. Now get up." 

jév jägo, jév jägo, gauracända bole
This is our mantra: "You rascal, get up. Take to this Kåñëa consciousness and solve all your problems."

Satsvarüpa: Some people say that if we want to do this, it's all right, but we shouldn't insist and go and preach to them. Everyone has his own way.

Prabhupäda: Because you are human being, you rascal, you animal, you are sleeping, we are just trying to awaken you. Because you are human being. Suppose a boy, a child, is going this side. We are human being. We shall say, "No, no, you go right"? Shall you say that? We shall try to save, "Oh, what you are doing?" That is our business. That is every human being's business, to do good to others. That is human life. That is the mission of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Janma särthaka kori kara para upakära. That is human life.

Brahmänanda: Actually, according to law, if someone is in trouble, if he is being attacked by someone, and someone sees this and does not do anything to help him, he can be prosecuted.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: It is his obligation to help someone in trouble.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is humanity. Not that "This man is going to hell. Let him go to hell. I am happy. That's all." That is not humanity. Paropakära. 

That is Vedic civilization, paropakära, not to exploit others.

Devotee (1): A lot of times, Çréla Prabhupäda, they say that we are just escaping material life. We're not having jobs...

Prabhupäda: How we are escaping?

Devotee (1): A lot of times they say that we don't have jobs and that we should work for...

Prabhupäda: So why shall I... A rich man, does he work? We are rich men. We don't work. You rascal, you have no money. You work. We are rich men. Why shall I work? Any rich man you see, he is not working. He is escaping? What is that? Any rich man who has got money, he is not working. He is engaging all fools and rascals in the factory. So is that, is he escaping?

Devotee (1): A lot of times they say that we're just...

Prabhupäda: No, no, first of all take one answer. That we are rich men, we are Kåñëa's son. So why shall I work like you, an ass? A ass will work unnecessarily. We are not asses.

Yadubara: Actually, we're more active than ever before.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We are rich man's son, Kåñëa's son. 

Why shall I work? 

That is the nature. A rich man's son never works. He enjoys. We are dancing and taking nice prasädam. Why shall I work? What do you think? Poor man will work. Rich man, why they will work? He will enjoy. Kåñëa says, bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäà sarva-loka-maheçvaram. He is the proprietor of all planets, and we are servants of Kåñëa, a rich man's servant. Why shall I work so hard? The ass will work hard, not a human being. And that is the instruction of Rsabhädeva. Näyaà deho deha-bhäjäà nåloke kañöän kämän arhate viò-bhujäà ye. This human life is not meant for working so hard simply for food and sex enjoyment. That is the business of the hogs. The hogs do like that. They work day and night to find out some stool, and as soon as a little strength, he enjoys sex without discrimination, mother, sister, anybody. Is that life? Tell them, "You are working like hogs, and we are living like human being. That is the difference." If somebody does not work like hog, does it mean he is escaping? (laughter) Just see. And the hog is asking to work like hog. Why human being will accept this proposal? Marshall theory. I was student of economics. He says the human nature is, unless he has got some obligation he will not work. That is the beginning of economics. 

If one has got sufficient to eat, he will not work. 

When he is obliged to work for some reason, he works hard. 

That is the economic theory. So nature is... It is not escaping. If I have got sufficient to eat, why shall I work? What is the answer? This is not escaping, it is comfortable life, not to work and get everything, all necessities. That is comfort. And working hard getting the necessities, that is for the hogs and dogs, not for human being.

Devotee (1): They have no faith or trust that this can be done.

Prabhupäda: See us. You rascal, see, open your eyes, see that we have no business. We have no food stocked; still, we are not worried. We do not know what we shall eat in the evening, but still, we are not worried. See factually. We are not worried, "Oh, what shall I eat?" I came here without any subsistence. That I mean I had to work very hard?

Kuruçreñöha: I think that if the karmés tried to keep up with you, Çréla Prabhupäda, they would probably wear out.

Prabhupäda: The karmés, they work hard because they are asses. The ass example is given. Just like the picture you have seen, ass?

Brahmänanda: In the movie, yes.

Prabhupäda: There? You see? He is loading so much, and what he is eating? Little grass. So the ass does not know, "The grass is available here. Why shall I work for him?" That is ass. He is working so hard for a few morsel of grass, and the grass is all over the world, but he will take the load. That is ass. 

My problem is eating, sleeping, mating, 

so I can arrange for these things very easily. 

Anywhere, I till the ground and get some food. 

I keep some cows and I have got land, 

then my whole economic question is solved. 

Why shall I make this bambhärambha-bharam udvahato vimüòhän, big, big...? You do it, but why should you forget your real business? That is the defect, that you are so foolish that only for this maintaining body, you have forgotten your real business.

Devotee (1): Not everyone has the opportunity to get some land and some cows, to till the land and grow their food.

Prabhupäda: No opportunity?

Devotee (2): Not enough, Çréla Prabhupäda, not enough land.

Prabhupäda: Not enough? 

Let them come, I shall give them. 

So much land in America. They say "No land"? The all... [ ]
Brahmänanda: In India isn't it the system that after they harvest the wheat they leave some on the ground for the others to come and pick?

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, they distribute   while in the field.

[Ed: Parasara Smrti Ch.2:

v1. A Brahmana who regularly performs the six ceremonies, may also betake himself to agriculture. 

v7. Sesum seeds, or milk, or honey, or butter, should never be sold ; they may be bartered for equal quantities of paddy. The sale of grass or wood, or the like, is, for a Brahmana, a similar means of living. 

v8. What sin a fisherman incurs in the course of one full year, — 

the same is incurred by the driver of a plough- share made of iron 

in the course of a single day. (Ed: 4hrs max with a pair of bullocks)

v9. A hunter who makes his living by killing beasts ; one who lives by ensnaring them ; a fisherman and a fowler ; as also an agriculturist who makes no gifts (of paddy) : — all these five incur the same identical sin.

v10. By cutting trees, by rending the earth, and by destroying insects and worms, what sin is incurred by a tiller of the soil is removed by the sacrifice on the threshing- floor. (The sacrifice on the threshing floor consists of gifts of paddy at that place.)

They give to the brähmaëas, to the temples, to the king, and the balance they take. 

This is the Vedic system, that if I grow something, 

first of all twenty-five percent to the king, 

then to the temple, to the brähmaëas, to the poor. 

And then balance, I shall take. 

And they produce so large quantity, they do not feel any scarcity. And when the trade came, people understood. 

Then they want to sell. 

"Why shall I give to the temple? 

Why shall I give to the brähmaëa? Save it. 

I shall sell it. 

I shall get more money, and I shall drink." 

When trade came. 

When there was no trade, you grow your own food and distribute freely. 

In my Guru Mahäräja's time they were collecting the rice and other food grain, huge quantity. They were giving. And now they are not giving. They think that "If I sell, I shall get so much money, and it will help me for my drinking." (Ed: and all my anartha expenses i.e. car, house, electricity, the (slaughterhouse) shop food that I prefer to eat, or to control devotees, etc. etc. etc.)

Prabhupäda: (in car) ...saàsäre mäyära janeiya, moha janeiya, jéva ke karaye gadha. This mäyära vaibhava, this material advancement is the advancement of maya. Big, big building, nice road, nice motor car, nice ... Surely it is material advancement, admitted. But this advancement is advancement of the illusory energy. So what is the wrong there? Suppose... The wrong is there that this material world is temporary. We have come here temporarily, say twenty-five years, fifty years or at most, hundred years. So we are already illusioned and we become more illusioned. Then we forget our real business. Müòha, we remain müòha. Supposing if there is next birth, so who is very much anxious to know what is our next birth? Nobody is. Blindly going on. mäyära vaibhava. (break) ...very nice church, but understand what for this church is, what is God, what is God consciousness. Just cultivate this knowledge. "No, big church finished." Live nice building, nice happy life, but don't forget Kåñëa. Then what is the use of this life? And if you forget Kåñëa, then the result will be crime, and you will be facing with problems, "Why and now what to do?" So many problems will be there. So the problems cannot be solved simply by possessing big, big buildings.

Jagadéça: Shall we get out and walk, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Any way.

Jagadéça: Do you want to walk.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But how we will walk if it is dripping?

Brahmänanda: It's raining. We can ride along the beach... (break)

Prabhupäda: ...saàsäre, moha janmeiva, jéva ke karaye gadha. There are so many churches.

Jayatértha: This is a special area, Jagadéça? There are so many churches. All over America there are very expensive churches. In India you do not see so many temples. I was surprised when I went there first. Because you do not see very many big, gorgeous, temples. But here everywhere there are big gorgeous churches.

Prabhupäda: Oh, no, India, in South India...

Brahmänanda: South India is full.

Jayatértha: Oh, South India. North India not.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You have not seen Jagannätha temple?

Jayatértha: No.

Prabhupäda: Beginning from Madras, very big, big temples. In Våndävana also, that Raìganätha temple?

Jayatértha: Yes. There are some nice temples in the north.

Prabhupäda: In south, many. (sings:) Çré Kåñëa Caitanya Prabhu... These are all university house or private?

Jagadéça: Some university and some private. After here, these are private homes.

Prabhupäda: All very nice house.

Brahmänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Let them, every house, small temple, perform kértana. Then this will be all success. Do not cook meat. Nice prasädam. Everything can be utilized for better purpose. Now, in the morning, they are sleeping. Nidräya hriyate naktaà vyavayena ca vä vayaù. At night either sleeping or sex, and daytime, divä carthehaya räjan kutumba-bharaëena vä. Daytime, "Where is money? Where is money?" Oh, seventy miles' speed. "Go there. There is some money." All right, take money. Then what is your next business? Kutumba-bharaëena vä. Just to purchase for the family, finish money. Again tomorrow. "But where is the business of your spiritual life?" "No time. What can we do? Night we are busy in this way, and day we are busy. Where is the time? Don't bother us." (laughs) Divä carthehaya räjan kutumba-bharaëena vä. (break) ...try to make them devotees, they will not become?

Jayatértha: Not very easily.

Prabhupäda: 

bhogaiçvarya-prasaktänäà tayäpahåta-cetasäm vyavasäyätmikä buddhiù (samädhau) na vidhéyate
Therefore too much attachment for material enjoyment is disqualification for spiritual life. So the western world is trained up for being too much attached to material enjoyment. Therefore lagging behind in spiritual life. Vedic civilization is not to encourage too much for material enjoyment. Minimize. That is Indian civilization. They, if they had money they used to spend for constructing big temple, not for residential house. Maybe the king only had a big palace. Common men, they didn't care for big palace, the palatial building. Common man would be very glad to live in a cottage, and a small garden for growing vegetables, fruits, small lake, that's all. Not wasting time for big, big buildings, big, big... What is called, amenities?
Jayatértha: Amenities. (break)

You are all American boys. You are qualified. You can earn thousands of dollars. But why you have given up? Because you are attached to Kåñëa. Paraà dåñövä nivartate.[ ]

So first-class man, 

he knows what is Bhagavad-gétä 

and tries  to apply the teachings 

HYPERLINK  \l "APPLYinourPRACTICALLIFE"
in practical life. 

Then you become first-class. 

In the Bhagavad-gétä you will find 

first-class eating, first-class life, 

second-class eating, second-class life, third-class... 

Everything is there. So people should be trained up. 

Economic question? 

That is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. 

You produce food grain, anna, sufficiently. 

So there is immense land still. Say, in America, so much land is without any utilization, in Africa, in Australia. They are not being properly utilized. People are complaining, "Overpopulation." 

Now countries which are overpopulated, they are not allowed to utilize the vacant land, 

neither people are being trained HOW  to produce food grain. 

They are being trained up, technology, to produce motor tire. And nobody is interested to produce food grain. So without taking food grains, they are killing animals, and they are eating, short cut. They do not know killing of animals is sinful activity. This is the... Man is advanced; we can grow food. This killing of animals is for the non-civilized society. They cannot... They do not know how to grow food. They were killing animals. When man is advanced in his knowledge and education, why they should kill? Especially in America, we see so many nice foodstuffs. Fruits, grains, milk. And from milk, you can get hundreds of nice preparations, all nutritious. In our New Vrindaban we are doing that—rabri, pera, burfi. The other farmers are surprised that from milk such nice preparation can be prepared. So instead of teaching them—you Indian, you know how to utilize milk and prepare so many nice preparation,—you are learning how to eat meat. Why? 

So if you forget your culture and if you become victimized, that is your fault. 

You should teach them how to utilize milk. 

And if the cows are kept  jubilant, they will deliver double milk. 

They know, "We shall be killed." They are always depressed. 

Therefore milk is not properly supplied. 

So that is stated in the Bhagavad..., er, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that during Mahäräja Yudhisthira's time the cows were so jubilant that milk was dropping from the milkbags, so much so that the pasturing grounds became muddy with milk. So if you keep... Killing of cows means utilizing the blood in different form. The milk is also another transformation of the blood. So if you take milk sufficiently and prepare nice foodstuff, then it is equally beneficial like the meat from health point of view. But one must know the..., learn that keep the cow living; at the same time be benefited by the blood.

Therefore in the Bhagavad-gétä you will find this word kåñi-go-rakñya. Go-rakñya. 

This animal has to be protected. 

(Ed: by vaisyas who learned it properly from brahmanas protected by the ksatriyas and assisted by the sudras)

Not other animals it is mentioned. And go, cow. So those who are meat-eaters, they can eat nonimportant animals. 

But cows should be given protection. This is the instruction. 

But in the western country the cows are specially being killed. Now the reaction is war, crime, and they are now repentant. And they will have to repent more and more.

Jayatértha: So the wars and the crime are a direct result of the cow slaughter.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Oh, yes. 

It is a wholesale reaction. All these crises are taking place. 

They are killing their own child. Own child means that child is criminal; therefore it is being killed within the womb. Nature will take action. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. You are not independent. So if you work independently, then you will have to suffer. The law of nature is there. You cannot avoid it. If you infect some disease, you must suffer from the disease. You cannot avoid it. This is the law of nature. Law of nature is working in such a way that as you are infecting... Käraëaà guëa-saìgaù asya sad-asad-janma-yoniñu. Find out this verse. Why there are varieties of life. One is tree, one is cat, one is dog, one is human being, one is blind, one is lame, one is educated, one is foolish—why? Why the difference, varieties? And that is answered in the Bhagavad-gétä, käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya: "As you are infecting the modes of material nature, you are getting your birth." Otherwise, how you can explain by nature there are so many varieties of life, 8,400,000 species of life?

Jayatértha: You mentioned several times that those persons who are guilty of abortion, then they also enter a womb, but they never leave it alive. They're also killed within the womb.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That means... 

That child is killed means it must take another birth. 

Again in the womb it will be killed. Again another womb. This is going on. Müòha janmani janmani [Bg. 16.20]. It is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, "Birth after birth they will be put into the darkness of life."

So that means they are not even civilized, how to prepare nutritious food from milk. Milk--accepting that cow flesh and blood is very nutritious, that we also admit--but a civilized man utilizes the blood and meat in a different way. The milk is nothing but blood. But it is transformed into milk. And again, from milk you make so many things. You make yogurt, you make curd, you make ghee, so many things. And combination of these milk products with grains, with fruits and vegetables, you make similar hundreds of preparation. So this is civilized life, not that directly kill one animal and eat. That is uncivilized life. You take the--accepting that cow's flesh and blood is very nutritious--you take it in a civilized way. 

Why you should kill? It is innocent animal. 

Is simply eating grass given by God and supplying milk. 

And from milk you can live. 

And the gratefulness is that cut his throat? Is that civilization? 

What do you say?

Jayatértha: Is that civilization?

Sandy Nixon: No, I agree a hundred percent. I want you to say these things, though, instead of me. I'm asking you questions so that hopefully that not by me describing anything...

Prabhupäda: So these things are uncivilized way of life, 

and what they will understand God? 

That is not possible.
Sandy Nixon: I'm asking these questions for others, of course, a field(?) that is not understanding Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: To understand God means one must be first-class civilized man. Just like university is meant for first-class student, similarly, God consciousness means meant for the first-class human being. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Brahmänanda. Who has said that this is caste system? This is not caste system. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. 

According to quality and according to work, there are four divisions of men. 

Just like you can understand there are engineers and there are medical practitioners. 

So do you take them as caste? 

"Oh, he is engineer caste. He is medical caste." Do you say like that?

Sandy Nixon: I don't want to say what I feel because I'm recording you. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: I'm asking you, I'm asking you...

Sandy Nixon: Well, I think there's always been castes. It's just that we don't recognize the fact that they're there.

Prabhupäda: No, recognize means 

if a man is qualified medical man we accept him as medical man. 

And if a man is qualified engineer, we accept him as engineer. 

Similarly, Bhagavad-gétä suggests--not suggest, it is there--there are four classes of men, the most intelligent class of men, the administrator class of men, the productive class of men and ordinary worker. 

That is already there. 

Bhagavad-gétä says how they should be classified, 

that "He belongs to this class, he belongs to that class." 

That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä, not that by birth, hereditarily, one becomes a caste. You don't try to misunderstand. The classification is already there: one class of men, very intelligent. Is he not there in the human society? 

Do you think all men are equally intelligent? Do you think? 

There must be one class, very highly  intelligent class. 

So what are the symptoms of the intelligent class? That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä. The first-class intelligent man... (break) ...you find all these qualities, he is first-class man.

So we are trying to introduce that, that 

without first-class man, 

the Society is useless. 
So there are first-class men. You train up. 

Just like a boy is intelligent;

 still, he requires training  in the school, college. 

Then he maintains his first-class brain, first-class position. 

So there is first-class man. 

Now we have to train them PROPERLY 

how to become controller of the mind, how to become controller of the senses, how to become truthful, how to become cleansed internally, externally, 

how to become full of knowledge,

 how to try to apply the knowledge in PRACTICAL life, 

how to become God conscious. This training is... 

A first-class man can take up, just like they are taking, all these boys. 

They had their first-class brain, and now they are being trained up. 

That is required, trained up first-class men. 

That training is required.

Sandy Nixon: They forget the responsibility that comes with freedom.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they do not take the responsibility. They go away. They enjoy and go away. 

And the woman has to take the responsibility, either kill the child or maintainer, begging. 

Do you think begging is very good? 

In India, although they are poverty-stricken, still, they do not remain independent. They remain under the husband, and the husband takes all responsibility. So she has neither to kill the child nor go to beg for maintaining the child. So which is independence? to remain under husband is independence or to become free to be enjoyed by everyone?

Sandy Nixon: That's not where the freedom is anyway.

Prabhupäda: So there is no freedom; still, they think that they have freedom. That means under some plea, the men are cheating the women, that's all. 

So in the name of independence, they have agreed to be cheated by another class. 

This is the situation.

Sandy Nixon: In spite of that, can women know Kåñëa as...

Prabhupäda: We have no such distinction.

Sandy Nixon: No distinction...

Prabhupäda: We give Kåñëa consciousness both to the woman and man equally. 

We do not make any such distinction. But to protect them from this exploitation by man, we teach something, that "You do like this. You do like that. You be married. Be settled up. Don't wander independently." We teach them like that. But so far Kåñëa consciousness is concerned, we equally distribute. There is no such thing that "Oh, you are woman, less intelligent or more intelligent. Therefore you cannot come." We don't say that. 

We welcome women, men, poor, rich, everyone, because in that platform equality. 
vidyä-vinaya-sampanne
brähmaëe gavi hastini
çuni caiva çvapäke ca
paëòitäù sama-darçinaù
We do not refuse anyone. 

That is equality. [ ]

Jayatértha: How to get a God conscious leader?

Sandy Nixon: God conscious president.

Prabhupäda: Yes, if you train people to become God conscious, then naturally president will come, God conscious. If you train people like hogs and dogs, then the president will be hogs and dogs because it is democracy. (laughter) Therefore we have taken the task to train people how to become godly. Then naturally the president will come godly. If people decide that "We shall not cast our vote to any man who is not Kåñëa conscious," then the Kåñëa conscious man will come. But people are not trained up. They are fools, so they elect another fool, big fool. That's all. How you can be happy? Just like in the forest the small animals like cats and dogs and asses, they are very much afraid of the lion, tiger. And they accept lion as the king of forest. But he may be lion or tiger and elected by asses and cats and dogs, but he is nothing but animal. Will any human being accept the lion as human being? No. He knows that he is an animal. Maybe he is voted by the small animals. So that is the position. At the present moment the mass of people are kept in their animal consciousness. And therefore they elect another big animal to become president. Their idea is to have animal strength, jaws and nails 

and very powerful—"Oh, he is God," or "He is president." They cannot select anyone else. 

But formerly, in the Vedic civilization, 

a king was elected by the first-class men of the society, 

the saintly persons, the brähmaëas. 

They did not take part in politics, but they recommended that "This man should..." 

Just like Kåñëa. He wanted Yudhiñöhira must be the king. Because king is supposed to be God's representative, how to rule over, not that these cats and dogs will find out a lion and vote him to the chair. That is not the process. Your modern process is that the electors, they are not trained up, and they elect another big animal to become the president. Therefore it is failure. All over the world this is going on. This so-called democracy... Unless people are very much trained up, the election by the mass is not very good. 

Rather, a first-class men, they should nominate that 

"This man should be president." That will be nice. 

Your question was "How to find out president, good"? 

So this is the process. 

So there is no intelligent class of man. That is the difficulty. 

Who is trying to control his mind, control his senses? This is the first condition to become a first-class man. As soon as a man sees a beautiful woman, immediately his mind is agitated. Where is the control? And as soon as the mind is agitated, the senses are agitated. And this is the first condition of the first-class man, that he should not be agitated in his mind, and agitated by senses. This is the first condition. So where is that school who is training to, how to control the mind, how to control the senses, how to become truthful, how to become cleansed, internally, externally. These are the signs of first-class men. So we are trying our little bit to make some men as first class. This is our teeny effort. We are not patronized by any interested person, neither by the government. By our own effort we are trying. So far big, big man, leaders, they are thinking, "This is all useless." And because they have taken these things are useless, now they are facing problems, "Crime. Why? What to do?" And it is said there... Find out this verse. Stréñu duñöäsu värñëeya. Not... Bhagavad-gétä, you do not know where is this. He has got it. Stréñu duñöäsu. These are very serious question. If you want to study them seriously, everything, direction, is there.

Prabhupäda: Värñëeya varëa-saìkaraù abhibhavätaù.

Prabhupäda: And then? Next verse?

"When there is an increase of unwanted population, a hellish situation is created both for the family and for those who destroy the family tradition. In such corrupt families, there is no offering of oblations of food and water to the ancestors."

Prabhupäda: So this instruction is stréñu duñöäsu: "When women become polluted, there is unwanted population." That is coming all over the world, the hippies. Therefore the first thing is how to train up women not to become polluted. This is the way of... In the modern society they have given women freedom. That I have already explained. In the name of freedom of woman, they are being exploited. 

Everything is there: social, religious, political, cultural, educational. 

We have to accept that course. 

Then everything will be all right. 

If you don't accept, then you have to suffer problems. 

It is not meant for a particular class of men or particular country, it is meant for the whole human society. Therefore, this purification of the society at the present, fallen condition is very, very difficult to revive. Because people are so fallen, it is almost impossible. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu has recommended that 
"You all together chant Hare Kåñëa, and everything will be done nicely."

In Kali-yuga it is very difficult to reform the whole human society to become perfect by this process, Vedic process. It is not possible. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu's, that "You chant congregationally this Hare Kåñëa mantra. Never mind. Whatever impurities have entered, it will be all cleansed." That you have seen yesterday in the procession. So everyone was chanting in ecstasy Hare Kåñëa. You have seen? Yes. 

So this is the process which we are trying to introduce, 

not anything, caste system or this system, no. 

Then everything will come automatically. Easiest process.

The perfect civilization,

And less than fourth-class, fifth-class. So, first-class man is described, çamo damaù tapaù çaucaà kñäntir ärjavam, these are the qualifications, second-class these are the qualifications, third-class, fourth-class.

So there are different varieties of men,

so divide them according to the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä, then whole human society will be... There are four division of your body—

the head division, the arm division, the belly division, the leg division.

If you engage the head for walking, that is mistake, and if you engage the leg for thinking, that is mistake.

Similarly, there are different types of men,

combine together, and it will be nice body,

the leg will walk, the hand will protect, the head will give instruction,

 and the belly will get energy by eating food. 

(Ed: ALL on the basis of cow protection.)

Those divisions are required.

Not that everyone is all. No, there must be division of labor.
So that is described, how to make  civilization perfect,

who is going to hear and take it.

If you can adjust things, you can utilize things, then everything will be useful.
And if you do not

   know  how to utilize things, 

then  everything will be useless.
Take instruction from Bhagavad-gétä and make everything useful. 

Then the human society will be perfect.

Otherwise you'll go on manufacturing  ideas, 

you'll never be successful. 

Because nature's law is working, you cannot interfere with the nature's law. That is not possible. You may think yourself very much advanced in science, but nature's law, you cannot interfere. Just like now there is movement, man and woman, equal.

Nityänanda: Women's liberation.

Prabhupäda: Yes, but how the nature's law is strong. Woman has to become pregnant, not the man. Why equal right? Let the man become pregnant once. Woman became pregnant once. The right. Where is that law? So why equal right? Brahmänanda was saying one day they'll not mix with man.

Nityänanda: Yes, they want to become not dependent sexually, even on the men. Just on themselves.

Prabhupäda: So you have to study first of all what is nature's law. You cannot surpass the nature's law. That is not possible. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù. Nature's law will go on. Best thing is, let the hand... the hand can typewrite, but if you say "No, the leg will typewrite," that is not possible. Take hand's business, take leg's business, and combine them cooperatively. Then the body will be nice. If the leg says "Why hand will type? I shall type," that's not possible. "Legs, all right, you walk, and hands that you type." Then combine together. Then it will be nice. You cannot change the different capacities. There is God's law, nature's law. Let the man and woman combine together, live peacefully. The woman takes charge of the household affairs, the man may take charge of bringing money (ED: necessities), and they meet together, have Deity at home, together chant Hare Kåñëa. Where is the difficulty?

That is unity.

Combine together,  working differently but for the same purpose, for pleasing Kåñëa, then you will become happy.

That is equality.

Unity in variety.

That is wanted.

Variety is enjoyment.
Variety is not disturbing. Just like Kåñëa gave, all of them fruits, but variety. They are coming from the same source, earth, but Kåñëa is so intelligent—

varieties of fruit, varieties of flowers, varieties of grain, varieties of brain.
That is enjoyment.

So, take instruction from Kåñëa. Why He is sending so many varieties? He could have given one fruit, the coconut. With great difficulty to chop it you can get out the water, no? There are so many nice fruits. Just see Kåñëa's intelligence. So Kåñëa has made the varieties. Why should you disturb?

Let the variety be united, just like these varieites are united, and it looks nice, and if you eat that will be nice. Why you want to stop the variety? That is Mäyävädé.
Equality does not mean to stop variety.

All the varieties combine together for the same purpose. That is required. Is it not? One must know how to put the variety to look very (indistinct). If all the vases have only rose flowers it would not have been so beautiful. Rose is costly, but the leaves are not costly. But the leaves and the rose fit together, it becomes very good variety. That art is required, how to keep varieties together for Kåñëa consciousness, and look very beautiful. This art is known to the Kåñëa conscious person, not to the fools and rascals. Why Kåñëa has made varieties? Why you should try to change? That is lack of Kåñëa consciousness. 

When Kåñëa has made so many varieties there is some purpose. 

That one should understand. That is intelligence. 

You can organize these farms very nicely. 

Then this devil's workshop will stop.
Brahmänanda: The modern civilization has made everything easy, everything convenient.

Prabhupäda: NOT easy, difficult. (Ed: ugra karma)

Brahmänanda: Well as far as doing one's life's activities, they make it easy for you, buying in the supermarket, canned food, it's already cooked, you put it in the oven, five minutes it's ready. They have laundry machines.

Prabhupäda: That is not very healthy.

Brahmänanda: Oh, no. But they have made it so that there's less...

Prabhupäda: They are impetus to catch their disease.
Brahmänanda: So these are the reactions.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The disease is already there, but we have made such a disease that it will be incurable. (Ed: cancer etc)

Satsvarüpa: Is it all right to use modern machines on our farms?

Prabhupäda: As far as possible don't use machine. Let people be engaged.

Satsvarüpa: Animals?

Prabhupäda: Animal. Yes.

Satsvarüpa: Not gas-driven engine.

Prabhupäda: Let people be engaged. Machine means one man or two man working... That will mean unemployment. Machine means unemployment.
The principle should be that everyone is employed.
Either brähmaëa, either kñatriya, either vaiçya or çüdra.
Nobody should become idle and gossipping, and sleeping, then utilize... 
This should be principle.

Everyone should be engaged in Krsna consciousness, then life is successful.

AND self-sufficient.
If we have got spoiling living program, these are necessities.

Growing, cultivating, producing, there will be not possibility of, and
we  don’t want more than  necessity.
If  by God’s grace we get more, then you can make sale,

We are not going to work for selling purpose
Then money will be there. How to get money, how to get money?

And as soon as you get money, more than necessity, then sense gratification,

then this, that, this, that,

then you become implicated.
Ato gåha kñetra sutäpta... ahaà mameti. As soon as you become implicated with material want, gåha, kñetra, vittair, ato gåha kñetra sutäpta, children, wife, friendship, then the false ego,

Nityänanda: This one? Last week. His name is... Her name is Lakñmé. There is more over here. (break) Bull calves. We are getting more bulls than females.

Prabhupäda: Why?

Nityänanda: I don't know.

Prabhupäda: Then how utilize the bulls?

Nityänanda: To plow?

Prabhupäda: Plow, transport.
You have to engage   more men for plowing.

Two bulls will be required for each plow. 

Nityänanda: We can go this way maybe? See the sugarcane?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jagadéça: This is not taking this yet?

Prabhupäda: No. Why?

Nityänanda: We just cut it two days ago, and then it rained. We have to wait for it to dry before you can...

Prabhupäda: They will not be spoiled.
Nityänanda: Yes, if it stays here too long, it will spoil.

Prabhupäda: And it rains.
Devotee (2): We will take it to the garden.

Prabhupäda: Then it will be soil? It will be fertilizer soil? Or no. When it is decomposed? (break) Drinking water?

Nityänanda: Milk.

Prabhupäda: Milk. (laughter) That is meant for calves? Those milk?

Nityänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What is this?

Nityänanda: The barn.

Prabhupäda: No, this part.

Nityänanda: Oh, that's the door. It fell off. These are orange trees here.

Prabhupäda: Oh. How long it will take to grow?

Nityänanda: Well, some down here already have a few oranges, but it will take a few years before they give a lot. They are very sweet kind. (break)

Prabhupäda: So small still. They are growing. (break)

Nityänanda: ...sugarcane here. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...grow very high. (break) ...trees?

Nityänanda: Pine trees.

Brahmänanda: You can use those for making the cabins, cottages?

Nityänanda: Yes. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...natural arrangement. 

Jungles--you cut the tree, make your home, 

and balance you make fuel. 

And the ground, plow and grow your food. That's all, natural.

Jagadéça: Everything.

Prabhupäda: In India still, in the villages they do not know, other than this wood fuel, anything else. 

They are misusing these trees by cutting, 

manufacturing paper, heaps of paper, in each house throwing daily. They do not read, but they are supplied heaps of paper and cutting these trees. Simply waste. Now wood and paper shortage all over the world. It takes so much time to grow, and one day they cut hundreds of trees like this and put into the paper mill. And heaps of paper is given every house, and he throws away. Then you bring garbage tank. In this way, waste.

Nityänanda: There are some beehives down here behind this building. I have twelve, and every year we can get hundreds of pounds of honey. Honey is very nice because it does not spoil, just like ghee. It can keep for many, many months, or a long time. We can go up here to see the cows if you like. Right now they are milking them.

Prabhupäda: So if we go, it will be disturbed?

Nityänanda: Oh, no.

Prabhupäda: This is one sugarcane each? No. Two, three?

Nityänanda: Yes, at least three. People here in the country, they have lots of land, and they can grow the sugarcane very easily, but they will

rather  go to the store to buy the sugar.
Prabhupäda: Because they want to live in the city. That is the... 
Here if they grow, then they will be engaged here. 
They cannot go to the city. [ ]

Prabhupäda: He is very friendly to the small calves, this child?

Nityänanda: Yes. That's my boy.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Nityänanda: His name is Vimala.

Jagadéça: He chases them all over.

Prabhupäda: Just see. That is the difference between animal and man. A child can control so many calves. Kåñëa was doing that. One stick in the hand of a child can control fifty cows. The child is controller of many cows; a man is controller of many children. In this way, controller, controller, controller, over, over, over... When there is final controller, that is Kåñëa. Éçvaraù paramaù kåñëaù. This is the definition of Kåñëa: "the final controller."

Nityänanda: Here is the cows here. We can see them from here.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Nityänanda: Inside the barn they are milking two at a time. And upstairs we keep all the hay.

Brahmänanda: You keep figures on how much each milk per cow every day?

Nityänanda: You hear it?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Then how the milk will be utilized?

Nityänanda: We make sweet rice and burfi, we take the cream to make butter and ghee, and all extra milk is made into curd. So it is all used. Thirty gallons a day.

Prabhupäda: One gallon means 6 pounds?

Nityänanda: Eight and a half.

Prabhupäda: Eight and a half pounds. In Vrindaban they get 1,000 pounds daily, New Vrindaban. What is that cottage?

Nityänanda: That what?

Devotees: Cottage there.

Nityänanda: That's a little house for the pump, water pump.

Prabhupäda: This fencing was done before?

Nityänanda: Before. This farm was once owned by a person who grew race horses for racing and gambling.

Prabhupäda: Racing is also gambling.

Brahmänanda: How much did you pay for it?

Nityänanda: The farm? 170,000. This field here is millet. It's a grass for the cows to eat. They give lots of milk because they eat this grass. Very nutritious.

Prabhupäda: You are not producing for man?

Nityänanda: Pardon?

Prabhupäda: Any grains for man?

Nityänanda: No, we're not growing any grains for man right now. We have fruit trees in the yard. Pears, peaches, plums, figs. 

Prabhupäda: Some growing?

Nityänanda: Not very much. They are very young. We just planted them. In a few years we will get lots of fruit.

Prabhupäda: Here the land is mixed with some stones? No.

Nityänanda: I think they put this here, this gravel.

Prabhupäda: There is no mango tree here? No.

Nityänanda: No what?

Brähmaëada: Mango trees.

Nityänanda: We have some growing at the house.

Prabhupäda: Vegetables you are growing?

Nityänanda: Yes. We have a garden across the street. All these big trees are pecan trees. We have twenty. All this land across the road here that is cleared is ours, all the way up to the trees.

Prabhupäda: (reading sign?) "Cow protection and God consciousness. Visitors welcome." That's nice. So, which way we shall go now? Cow protection, they are surprised: "What is this nonsense, cow protection?" Huh? Do they say? "Cow is for eating, and you are protecting?" There are falls?(?)

Nityänanda: Falls?(?) No. This is our small garden.

Prabhupäda: Fruits and flowers. No, only fruits. What you are doing, flowers?

Nityänanda: This is okra.

Prabhupäda: Oh, okra.

Nityänanda: And sweet potatoes. And we have eggplants, tomatoes, and peppers here.

Prabhupäda: They give daily some fruits?

Nityänanda: Yes. And then we grow potatoes too.

Prabhupäda: Oh, where? Which side?

Nityänanda: Well, the spring crop was already harvested. We have to plant the fall potatoes in a few weeks. We'll put them over there by the fence.

Prabhupäda: So it is nice farm. This is squash?

Nityänanda: That's a cantaloupe plant.

Prabhupäda: Oh, cantaloupe. You can grow cantaloupe here?

Nityänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: And also watermelon?

Nityänanda: Yes.

Jagadéça: There is one big watermelon on the vine up there. Perhaps it's ready to eat.

Prabhupäda: We are getting similar land, 600 acres, in Hyderabad.

Nityänanda: We can go this way, here. This is all our machinery here.

Prabhupäda: Hm. So already some machine idle. You had to spend so much, but they are lying idle. That is not good. That is the defect of machine. If you cannot ply it, then it is dead loss.

Brahmänanda: If you cannot what?

Prabhupäda: It is dead loss if you cannot work with the machine.

Brahmänanda: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: But when you go to purchase you have to pay lots of money. Now they will be rusty with water and gradually useless. How much money you have invested?

Nityänanda: Thousands.

Prabhupäda: Just see. This is the defect of machine. If you cannot utilize it, then it is dead loss.

Brahmänanda: Where are the tractors kept?

Nityänanda: One's at the house, and one's in the field.

Prabhupäda: So they have to be utilized or rejected, these machines?

Nityänanda: Yes, they all have a purpose. We use them from time to time.

Prabhupäda: But now they are kept open and the...

Nityänanda: Well, we are building a shed to keep them out of the rain.

Prabhupäda: In the meantime it will be finished. By the time you finish your shed, it is finished. Çästre çästre dal phariyaga.(?) "Some women were dressing to go to a fair, and when they were dressed, the fair was finished." (laughter) Utilize them. Otherwise, while they are in working order, sell them. Don't keep in that way, neglected way.

Either utilize it or sell AT ANY COST
Otherwise they are useless.

Devotee (4): Srila Prabhupäda? A materialist or someone who wouldn't know, he may say that when the bull is not plowing, all he is doing is eating. You have to pay money to feed him grain or to grow grain to feed the bull.

Prabhupäda: They will grow, and they will eat.

Rather, they will help you for your eating.(Ed: NOT to take you by cart to the shop!)

The father also eats, but he maintains the family.

Therefore the bull is considered as father and the cow as mother.

Mother gives milk, and the bull grows food grains for man.

Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu first challenged that Kazi that "

What is your religion, that you eat your father and mother?"

(ED: or buy food and milk and allow them to be eaten or killed for OURSELVES)

Both the bulls and the cows are important because

the bull will produce food grain and the cow will give supply milk.
They should be utilized properly.

That is human intelligence.

This is filling up with paddy or...? No?

Nityänanda: With food for the cows. This one has forage or fodder, and that one has grain.

Prabhupäda: So everything is for the animals. Nothing for the man?

Nityänanda: The cows give us milk.

Prabhupäda: That's all? And you are not growing any food grains? Why?

Nityänanda: Er... We've been trying to establish self-sufficient cow protection program first, to grow our own food for the cows.

Brahmänanda: There is no land available for growing rice or wheat?

Nityänanda: Yes, but the number of devotees we have to do it...

Brahmänanda: But you have so many machines.

Prabhupäda: All these machines require oiling and keeping nicely. Otherwise it will spoil.

Devotees in distance: All glories to Srila Prabhupäda!

Prabhupäda: Jaya. Hare Kåñëa. They are starting?

Brahmänanda: They are starting back.

Nityänanda: Down the road we have fifteen acres of sorghum, grain for the cows.

Prabhupäda: And everything for the cows, but what for the man? They will give everything for cows because they will eat cows, other farmers.

But you utilize the animals for growing YOUR food.

Brahmänanda: The idea is we should maintain the animals, but then the animals should provide foodstuffs for the men.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: And that way there is cooperation.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The animals,

bulls, should have helped
in spite of that... instead of
that machine.
Then it is properly utilized.
And others, they cannot utilize these animals. Therefore, what they will do?

Naturally they will send to slaughterhouse. 

But we are not going to send to the slaughterhouse. 

Then what we will do?

They must be  utilized.

Otherwise simply for growing food that (Ed: for?) the cows and bulls we engage ourself?
You are already feeling burden because there are so many bull calves. You were asking me, "What we shall do with so many bulls?"

Nityänanda: Well, when they grow up we will train them as oxen.

Prabhupäda: No, what the oxen will do?

Nityänanda: Plow the fields.
Prabhupada: YES. 

THAT is wanted.

TRANSPORT, PLOWING FIELDS.
THAT is wanted.

And unless OUR MEN are trained UP, KRISHNA CONSCIOUS, they will think,

"What is the use of taking care  of the plows (cows)?

Better go to the city,

E A R N   MONEY  and  EAT  THEM."
[ED: OR, indirectly by being NOT KRISHNA CONSCIOUS (i.e not rising early, chanting 16 rounds, following the four principles and being trained up in the cooperative varnas), letting others eat them while we profess vegetarianism through buying and drinking the milk which they have produced by killing cows and calves, buying their food produced with tractors (“DEATH PERSONIFIED”) rather than to show the example by engaging the bulls ourselves (i.e. thereby proving ourselves to be less than you know what), preaching the impracticality and uselessness of protecting bulls and cows (by using the movement to show the need to have to sell milk or organize separate business enterprises to pay for expenses incurred for their maintenance through our mismanagement, or even promoting their slaughter by our use of machines instead of bulls, or selling the food that we have produced and buying food from outside, etc etc ), and thus condemning others’ cows and bulls to slaughter.]
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.49          New Orleans Farm, August 1, 1975
Harikeça (leads chanting, etc.) Translation: "As a person in a dream while sleeping acts according to the body manifested in his dream, or accepts the body as himself, similarly, he identifies the present body as himself, which was acquired on account of past religious or irreligious life, and is not able to know of his past or future life."

Prabhupäda:

yathäjïas tamasä (yukta)

upäste vyaktam eva hi

na veda pürvam aparaà

nañöa-janma-småtis tathä

 [SB 6.1.49]

This is our position. This is our advancement of science, that we do not know "What I was before this life and what I shall become after this life?" Life is continuation. That is spiritual knowledge. But they do not know also even that life is continuation. They think, "By chance, I have got this life, and it will be finished after death. There is no question of past, present or future. Let us enjoy." This is called ignorance, tamasä, irresponsible life.

So ajïaù. Ajïaù means one who has no knowledge. And who has no knowledge? Now, tamasä. Those who are in the modes of ignorance. There are three kinds of material nature, modes: sattva, raja, tamas. Sattva-guëa means everything is clear, prakäça. Just like now the sky is covered with cloud; the sunshine is not clear. But above the cloud there is sunshine, everything clear. And within the cloud there is not clear. Similarly, those who are in the sattva-guëa, for them everything is clear, and those who are in the tamo-guëa, everything is ignorance, and those who are mixed up, neither rajo-guëa, neither tamo-guëa, via media, they are called rajo-guëa. Three guëas. Tamasä. So they are simply interested in the present body, does not care what is going to happen, and has no knowledge what he was before. There is another place it is described: nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. Pramattaù, just like madman. He does not know why he has become mad. He forgets. 
And by his activities, what is going to happen next, he does not know. Madman.

So this civilization, modern civilization, is just like madman civilization. 

They have no knowledge of past life, neither they are interested in the future life. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. And fully engaged in sinful activities because they have no knowledge of the past life. Just like a dog. 
Why he has become dog, that he does not know and what he is going to have next? 
So a dog might have been in his past life the prime minister, 
but when he gets the dog's life, he forgets. That is also another influence of mäyä. Prakñepätmikä-çakti, ävaraëätmikä-çakti. Mäyä has got two potencies. If somebody for his past sinful activities has become a dog, and if he remembers that "I was prime minister; now I have become dog," it will be impossible for him to live. Therefore mäyä covers his knowledge. Måtyu. Måtyu means forgetting everything. That is called måtyu. So that we have got experience every day and night. When at night we dream in a separate atmosphere, separate life, we forget about this body, that "I am lying down. My body is lying down in a very nice apartment, very nice bedding." No. Suppose he is loitering on the street or he is on the hill. So he is taking, in dream, he is taking... Everyone, we take interest of that body. We forget the past body. So this is ignorance. So ignorance, the more we become elevated from ignorance to knowledge, that is success of life. And if we keep ourself in ignorance, that is no success. That is spoiling the life.

So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is to raise a person from ignorance to knowledge. That is the whole scheme of Vedic literature: to deliver a person. Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä about the devotees—not for all—teñäà ahaà samuddhartä måtyu-saàsära-sägarät [Bg. 12.7]. Another:

teñäà evänukampärtham

aham ajïäna-jaà tamaù

näçayämy ätma-bhävastho

jïäna-dépena bhäsvatä

 [Bg. 10.11]

For special, for the devotees... He is situated in everyone's heart, but a devotee who is trying to understand Kåñëa He helps. He helps. To the nondevotees, they have no concern with the... They are just like animal—eating, sleeping, sex life and defense. They do not care for anything, to understand God or his relationship with God. For them, they think there is no God, and Kåñëa also says, "Yes, there is no God. You sleep." That's all. Therefore sat-saìga required. This sat-saìga, satäà prasaìgät. By the association of devotee we awaken our inquisitiveness about God. Therefore the centers are required. It is not unnecessarily we are opening so many centers. No. It is for the benefit of the human society. (aside:) You can... This fly...

Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission is that paropakära, benefit of the human society. All living entities within this material world, they are in ignorance, all 8,400,000 different forms of life. (aside:) This nearby come, the... Come near. Yes. This is specially meant for driving away the flies. (laughter) Yes. This cämara is meant for that. Even it is touching body, there is no harm. So all living entities, they are ajïaù; they have forgotten what is the value of life. So in the human form of life, where there is chance of getting the real light, if they spoil in this way like cats and dogs, the whole world, what is the position of the world? Very precarious condition. So paropakära. Therefore those who have got enlightenment, they should try to raise these rascals who are in ignorance. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. Caitanya Mahäprabhu therefore says, bhärata-bhümite manuñya janma haila jära: "Anyone who has taken birth in Bhärata-varña, India, as human being, not cats and dogs," janma särthaka kari, "first of all make your life successful," then paropakära, "then distribute the knowledge." This is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. How? Why He is stressing on Indian? Now, because it is in India you will find these çästras, the Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam and many others, not in other places. The four Vedas; then the explanation of the Vedas, Upaniñad; summarization of the Vedas, Vedänta-sütra; then historically explanation, Puräëas; then actual history, Mahäbhärata, Rämäyaëa—so these things are available in India. 
And one should take advantage of this çästra and make his life successful and then preach all over the world.
So in this paramparä system, this knowledge has come to your country, America. You are intelligent. You are prosperous. So take this knowledge seriously and at least distribute this knowledge properly for the benefit of your people. Otherwise the world is in very, very precarious condition, and although the human form of life is obtained for the success of life, they are being kept purposefully all ignorantly in darkness. So, na veda pürvam aparaà nañöa-janma-småtis tathä. Just like Bharata Mahäräja, he was a great devotee, but somehow or other, he was very much attached to one, a small deer. He had to accept the body of a deer. But he did not forget about his last birth. That is special prerogative for advanced devotees. Nature's law is that at the time of death, what you think, you get the body. That is nature's law. Yaà yaà väpi smaran bhävaà tyajaty ante kalevaram [Bg. 8.6], Kåñëa says. So we have to train up our bhäva, our thoughts. If we keep always in Kåñëa thoughts, then naturally at the time of death we may remember Kåñëa. That is success. Then immediately tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti [Bg. 4.9]. Immediately you are transferred to the Kåñëaloka, and according to your desire, you become amongst the gopés or the cowherds boys or the cows and the calves. They are all equal. There is no... That is spiritual world. Here there is difference between the man, woman, cows, or trees, or flowers. No. In the spiritual world there is no such difference. The flower is also devotee, living. The flower wants to serve Kåñëa as flower. The calf wants to serve Kåñëa as calf. The gopés want to serve Kåñëa as gopé. They are all the same, but according to the varieties—yesterday I was speaking of the variety—varieties of desires to serve Kåñëa... So that is spiritual world. And material world? The same varieties are there, imitation, but everyone wants to satisfy sense gratification. There is no desire for serving Kåñëa. That is the difference between material world and the spiritual world. In the spiritual world all the varieties are there, and they are all spirit. There is no touch of matter. They are all conscious. When the flower is there in the hand of Kåñëa, in the lotus hand, he is conscious. He is enjoying that "I wanted to serve Kåñëa as flower; now I am enjoying." That is spiritual. They are all conscious. So in this way we shall keep ourself always Kåñëa conscious. Then, even though we fall down just like Bharata Mahäräja fell down, became... He lost one birth. He became too much attached to that animal. He forgot his daily routine work. And the description is there in the, I think, which canto? What?

Devotee: Fifth Canto.

Prabhupäda: Fifth Canto. He became always attached to that. Therefore the nature's punishment was that he had to accept the body of a deer. But he was conscious, not that nañöa-janma-småtiù. He did not forget what he was. He understood that "I was engaged in advancing in spiritual consciousness. Unnecessarily I became attached to this animal. Now I have got this animal body." So he was keeping himself always with the devotees. That was his advantage. Then the next life he again took birth in a brähmaëa family, and he remained just like a dull. He was very much afraid to mix with the society so that he may not be misled. Therefore his name was Jaòa Bharata. Jaòa means dull. People used to think him as the dull-headed fool. But he was conscious of his position. He kept himself like that. Then Rahügaëa, the King Rahügaëa, understood that "He is keeping himself as dull, but he is most intelligent, advanced in spiritual consciousness," and there was talk. And so, in next birth Bharata Mahäräja, Jaòa Bharata, got his salvation.
So we shall be very much cautious so that we do not forget our responsibility. Nañöa-janma-småtiù, it is not good. Nañöa-janma. We must be responsible that "We have got this birth," labdhvä su-durlabhaà bahu-sambhavänte, "after many, many births, after much suffering in so many species of life, one after another, one after an..." And unfortunately, the people are so dull-headed, they do not care for it. But this is the most important subject matter of life. So those who are devotees of Kåñëa, they should take charge, that "These rascals are suffering. Let them have some idea about Kåñëa." That is wanted. This is Kåñëa consciousness movement. So I am very glad that you are seriously interested, and Kåñëa is pleased upon you. And that you are sincerely trying, I can understand from these tulasé plants. Yes. This is the practical demonstration. Unless there is bhakti, this tulasé plant will not grow. We must be very much thankful to our Govinda däsé. She first of all cultivated the tulasé plant in Hawaii. And now our tulasé plants are distributed. So she has done a great service. I think I gave her the seeds, and she very nicely done it. Now everywhere we see tulasé plant. It is very pleasing. So the same thing—Deity worship and watering the tulasé plants, chanting sixteen rounds at least, and observing the rules and regulation, regulative principle... Then your life is successful. Don't neglect. Very seriously continue. And in this one life you are going back to home, back to Godhead. It is sure. I am not flattering you. Kåñëa says, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru, mäm evaiñyasi asaàçayaù [Bg. 18.68]. Asaàçayaù, "Without any doubt, simply following these rules and regulation," mäm evaiñyasi, "you come back to Me."

So take these words of Kåñëa, guru-Kåñëa. The guru will also..., the same thing, what Kåñëa has said. And follow the principles. Your life is successful. Now, this place I see, although I have not seen all, is a nice place. And the gåhasthas may come here, 
have some small cottage, 
and grow your own food grains, vegetables, 
and have your cow's milk. Get nice foodstuff, save time. 
Why should you go in the city, hundred miles in car and again hundred miles come back and take unnecessary trouble? 
Stick to this spot and grow your own food, your own cloth, and live peacefully, 
save time, chant Hare Kåñëa. Very nice program. This is actual life. 
What is this nonsense life, big, big cities and always people busy? If he wants to see one friend, he has to go thirty miles. If he has to see a physician, he has to go fifty miles. If he has to go to work, another hundred miles. So what is this life? This is not life. Be satisfied. The devotee's life should be yävad artha-prayojanam. We require material necessities as much as it is required, no artificial life. That is spiritual life. Simply increasing artificial life, 
even for shaving, a big machine is required. What is this? 
Simply wasting time. Devil's workshop. 
Make life very simple. 
And simple living, high thinking, and always conscious to go back to home, back to Kåñëa. 
That is life. 
NOT this life, that simply machine, machine, machine, machine. 
So if you show practical example 
that how you are living simple life 
and how you are advanced in Kåñëa consciousness, then people will learn from you. 
You American people, 
if you show example, people will try to follow you, and they will be happy. 
So I am very glad to see this farm. Develop it nicely, live peacefully, and chant Hare Kåñëa.

Room Conversation with Devotees          August 1, 1975, New Orleans
Prabhupäda: 

No, no, unless OUR MEN are TRAINED UP, 

why you should allow to stay here and to wife.

We want TRAINED UP men, not third-class picked-up.

We want men who will FOLLOW the rules and regulations

AND FULLY trained UP. (ED: in any of the four varnas)

Otherwise WE  DON’T WANT. 

We don't want ordinary karmis and...(Ed: wwoofers etc.)

And if he agrees to be TRAINED UP, then we'll take.

Otherwise what is the use of bringing some useless men?
He MUST AGREE to produce  HIS OWN FOOD, 

(Ed: as vaisya, help as sudra, organize four varnas as ksatriya, and teach as brahmana)

and work.
Our rules and regulations, he MUST follow.
Then it will be ideal community.

Otherwise, if you bring from here and there some men and fill up,

that is NOT GOOD THING.

This is a TRAINING institution,

to  BECOME   DEVOTEE [ ]
Upendra: One would think because there's land and room for vegetables and there are so many cows that there would be a plentiful supply of milk, but I understand that they use powdered milk. The devotees use powdered milk there.

Prabhupäda: Why?

Upendra: Because they make all the milk into ghee and distribute it. And vegetables... I heard that at the temple that they use powdered milk. In Philadelphia I questioned the... That carpenter who made your table? He (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: Why powdered milk if there is sufficient milk?(Ed: all turned to curd?)

Upendra: I don't know. I can't say firsthand, but from the man who lived there, one of the householders who lived there, he said powdered milk...

Prabhupäda: I don't think so.

Devotee (1): I have heard that.

Prabhupäda: No. This is not good.
Ghee should be prepared  where there is no more use. The Indian village, simply by keeping cows, they... Just like Nanda Mahäräja was keeping cows. Similarly there are many villages. So the system is: they have got a big pan, and whatever milk is collected, put into that pan. It is being warmed. (ED: NOT boiled) So they drink, the whole family members. 

They drink milk  whenever  they like.
So whatever milk remains at night, they have to convert it into yogurt. The next day they use milk and yogurt also, as he likes. Then, after converting the milk into yogurt, still, it remains. It is stocked. So when there is sufficient old yogurt, they churn it and then butter comes out. So they take the butter, and the water separated from the butter, that is called whey? (ED: actually, buttermilk?) Whey, yes. So they...

Instead of dahl, they use this whey, for capati.

It will be very healthy and tasty.
And then the butter they turn into ghee.

So where is the loss, (indistinct)? You require (indistinct).

Satsvarüpa: Only after the whole milk is consumed, then the other...

Prabhupäda: Milk you are collecting. So put in the pan. I have already explained. From milk stage to yogurt, yogurt to old yogurt, from old yogurt to butter, and then water, that whey. Then butter convert into ghee and whey, you can use, instead of drinking water, drink whey.

Not a single drop of milk will be wasted, if you know how to do it....

There is no question of waste of milk at any stage.
One must know how to do it.

So you can keep as many cows as possible and collect as much milk from them.

You can utilize...[ ]

And you have got your sugar also.

In THIS way organize
A V O I D machine.
Keep everyone employed as brähmaëa, as kñatriya, as vaiçya.

Nobody should sit down. 
Brähmaëas, they are writers, editors, lecturers, instructors, worshiping Deity, ideal character. 
They have no anxiety for food, for clothing. Others should supply them. 
They haven't got to work. 
Sannyäsé is always preaching, going outside. In this way keep everyone fully engaged. Then it will be ideal. Otherwise people will criticize that we are simply eating and sleeping, escaping, so many, so many. And actually that is the position. Unless one is fully engaged, oh, that is not good. That is tamo-guëa. Tamo-guëa, and rajo-guëa very active, and sattva-guëa, intellectual activity. Both of them, active, only tamo-guëa, not active. (indistinct) Tamo-guëa means sleeping and laziness. These are the symptoms of tamo-guëa. Every saintly man can avoid these two things—laziness and sleeping. Of course, as much you require, sleeping allowed, not more than... And keep everyone active, man or woman-all. 

Then it will be ideal society.
Nityänanda: Without a machine how can you make sugar from the cane?

Prabhupäda: Hand machine.
Nityänanda: Hand machine?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Nityänanda: Metal?

Prabhupäda: Yes, they manufacture, hand, hand in the sugar cane, two men. Even we can prepare hand machine by cutting the wood. They do that. We are not against machine. (August 1, 1975) You can utilize (Ed: hand) machine. But we should not allow others unemployed and use machine. This should be point. You can use. Use machine, that's good, but not at the risk of keeping others unemployed. This should be noted. First thing is that everyone should be employed. If you have got many men, then why should you engage machine. These rascals, they do not know. They're taking machine and keeping so many men unemployed. And the welfare department is paying them.

They do not know  HOW  to  organize society.

And therefore hippies are coming out. Crime, criminals are coming out. (indistinct) The government is paying for becoming criminals and hippies and prostitutes. And how you can be happy, a society full of prostitutes, hippies, and criminals.

Brahmänanda: In New York City they now have one million people who are receiving welfare.

Prabhupäda: And all criminals.

Brahmänanda: Yes. All criminals, prostitutes, and hippies.
Prabhupäda: Because the government is paying for that, and they are now thinking that "What to do about crime?" This is rascaldom. You act in such a way, then repent later on.

Brahmänanda: There was one boy from Sweden, he was our devotee. And then he fell into mäyä. He returned to Sweden. Now he's getting from the government fifty dollars a week. So he's using that money to buy drugs. So now he's completely trapped.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: He gets money regularly, and he can never get out of the habit.

Prabhupäda: In your country also. One keeps a girlfriend, the girl's getting welfare, and he is purchasing drugs, and then their husband goes. I have seen. Some of our students have been. I have seen them.

Satsvarüpa: That's very prominent.

Prabhupäda: And making trade. That is going on.
Brahmänanda: So this is the varëäçrama system that you are...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: This varëäçrama college...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Varnäçrama means everyone should be engaged. There will be no, I mean to say, (indistinct). [ ]

Jagadéça: Çréla Prabhupäda, what exactly do the... Do the vaiçyas cultivate the fields or the çüdras cultivate the fields?
Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jagadéça: Is it the duty of the vaiçyas to cultivate the fields or...?

Prabhupäda: Actually it is the duty of the vaisyas, but the çüdras can HELP everyone, the helpers. 

The çüdras will help the brähmaëas, the kñatriyas, as well as the vaiçyas. Those who have no brain--simply they can carry out order--they are çüdras. 

And those who have got brain, they can act as brähmaëa, kñatriya, or vaiçya. 

They have got brain to take the initiative. 

First-class brain, they should be engaged in studying çästras, writing books and in the worship of the Deity, lecturing enlightened people. This is brähmaëa. They haven't got to work as kñatriya, as vaiçya. They are simply intellectuals. This is brähmaëa, with good character.

Devotee (1): Distributing books?

Prabhupäda: Yes. And the distribution book can be done by the vaiçya, trade. It is a trade. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. Kåñi, agriculture, giving protection to cows, and distributing or trading. If you have got enough grains you can trade. Make money. If you have got enough vegetables, you can trade. That is the business of vaiçya. So vaiçya does not require any university degree or any... Nobody requires university degree. That is a false thing. 

And brähmaëa should be very highly learned scholar.
So the brähmaëas will give advice to the kñatriya how to rule, 

and the kñatriya will levy tax, 

and vaiçyas will produce food.

Then the Society will be perfect.

Devotee: What kind of tax?

Prabhupäda: Hm? Tax means... Everyone must have some income for maintaining. So brähmaëas, they(?) doesn't require any... They will live on the contribution of the society. Because they are giving for free service, so valuable service, knowledge, so they are provided by the kñatriyas and the vaiçyas. So they have no anxiety for earning livelihood. Things are coming. Just like we are maintained. At least people give to me contribution.

(ED: Everything in Iskcon is the contribution to Srila Prabhupada, the brahmana. Nobody should appropriate it for their own agenda and thus steal the property of a brahmana. Only his first class disciples understand how to utilize it for his purpose.)

So similarly, brähmaëa will live at the cost of others' contribution. That is source of income. 

Kñatriyas, they'll levy tax. 

Kñatriya is given land. 

Now he divides the land. I have got, say, two thousand acres of land. 

So I divide to the vaiçyas, one thousand this man, one thousand this man, one thousand. 

So on condition that "I give you this land. You produce foodstuff or utilize any way. 

You give me twenty-five percent."

Brahmänanda: Twenty-five percent of the produce?

Prabhupäda: Whatever you have produced.
Brahmänanda: Not necessarily money.

Prabhupäda: No.

Brahmänanda: But the produce.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: The grains or the milk or whatever.

Prabhupäda: Whatever, yes. 

"Give me twenty-five percent. You can utilize the land." 

So  that is resource  of the land....[ ]

Devotee (1): Just like Nanda Mahäräja, he also had land. Nanda Mahäräja.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He was therefore called king. 

But he was a vaiçya. 

He engaged his land for agriculture and cow keeping. 

(ED: NOT to create suburbs and cities for exploitation and misuse of the manual labor)
And Kåñëa took charge of the cows, the calves, although still calf, He, (indistinct) This is the system. He was going with the calves whole day, playing with the boys and taking care of the cows, in the evening come back...

This is Våndävana.
There is no need and I don't find in Bhägavata big factory and slaughterhouse, no. 

(Ed:”flourishing” because we purchase milk products FROM THEIR SHOP:)

Nothing. The whole atmosphere is surcharged with sinful life. How people (Ed: devotees) will be happy? Now they are coming to crimes and hippies and so many things, problems, diplomacy, CIA and what other?

So many un- necessary  WASTE   of  ENERGY  T  I  M  E 

and MONEY.

VICIOUS condition.

Bet ter give up city …
M A K E  _  V R N D A V A N A ​_
like  THIS.

City life is ABOMINABLE.
If you don't live in the city,

you don't require petrol, motor car.

It is no use.
They may criticize that "You are going to the farm in a car." So for the time being, there is no vehicle. Otherwise bullock cart--where is the difficulty? Suppose you are coming, one hour, and it takes one day.

And if you are satisfied, such life, there is no question of moving.

Maybe local moving, from this village to that village.

That is sufficient, bullock carts.

Why motor car?
Drive here and park problem. Not only park problem, there are so many things. There are three thousand parts, motor car. You have to produce them, big factory.

Satsvarüpa: Insurance.

Prabhupäda: Insur... So much! Everyone is being (indistinct). We do not decry, but we point out, "In this way our valuable time of life is being wasted."

They say it is primitive  life, but it is peaceful life.

We want peaceful life and save time for Kåñëa consciousness.

That is not primitive. That is intelligent life.

Satsvarüpa: In order to evidence this, should we consider that we have to act as kñatriyas or shall we just preach and try to get others...

Prabhupäda: No... Kñatriyas, I have already explained

who is brähmaëa and kñatriya according to guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù,
as you work, as you are fit for.

If you are fit to become brähmaëa, become brähmaëa.
If you are fit to become kñatriya, become kñatriya.
If you are fit to become çüdra, do it. Three... Then...

And a man who cannot become fit for any other purpose, he is çüdra. That's all.
"Help. Help the brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya and take your food and little pocket expense. That's all." Little pocket expenditure.

But in our Society we DON’T require, but even if it is required we can give.

Brahmänanda: So eventually we should divide up our society in this way?

Our members...
Prabhupäda: Yes, just to show people how to...

The first-class men, brähmaëa, second-class, kñatriya, third-class, vaiçya, fourth-class...

Satsvarüpa: But all in our society are Vaiñëavas.
Prabhupäda: That is our real position.

This is for management.
Nityänanda: How many kñatriyas can I have on this farm? How many kñatriyas can we have on one farm?

Prabhupäda: I told. Find out who is going to be kñatriya. Then... Take your time (?).

Nityänanda: You can have more than one?

Prabhupäda: No, no. There is no rule. 

As according to the work, 

if people are interested to work as vaiçya, let them become vaiçya. 

If he is intelligent, if he wants to work as brähmaëa, let him work as brähmaëa. 

Let him work as kñatriya. 

And the fourth-class, let him work as çüdra.
So the management should see that nobody is unemployed or not engaged, men, women. (Ed: in these four divisions)

Woman can take care of the milk products or spining (spinning). (Ed: not milking?).

And çüdras can be engaged for working as weaver, as a blacksmith, a goldsmith. There are so many things.
Jagadéça: Cobbler?

Prabhupäda: Cobbler is less than çüdra. Yes. Cobbler means when the cows die, the cobbler may take it. If he wants, he can eat the flesh, and he can utilize the bone, hoofs. He can prepare... He gets the skin without any price. So he can make shoes and he'll make some profit. And because he is cobbler, he can be allowed to eat meat, (Ed: from NATURALLY deceased cows) fifth-class... Not that "Professor such-and-such," and eating meat. This is the degradation of society. He is doing the work of a brähmaëa--teacher means brähmaëa--and eating meat--Oh, horrible! Çyämasundara?

SO MAKE  ORGANIZE
I can  give you  THE  I D E A , but I'll not live very long.

If you can carry out,

you can change the whole...
Especially

if you can change America, 

then whole world will change.

Then the whole world...

It is not a profession: "Now, Kåñëa consciousness is my profession.

I'm getting very easily food and shelter."
Just like the Indians, they are doing, a profession, say another means of livelihood.

It is for para-upakära, actually benefiting the others.

THAT is Kåñëa consciousness.

Then Kåñëa will be very much pleased: "Oh, he is trying." 'Cause Kåñëa personally comes for doing this benefit to the people, and if you do, then how much Kåñëa will be pleased. Then? Just like I am traveling in my centers, and if I see that my students, my men are doing very nice, everything is going nice, how much pleased I will be, that I'll save my labors and now write books for the rest of my time. Similarly, if Kåñëa sees that you are, on behalf of Kåñëa, you are trying to save these rascals, then He'll be very (indistinct) with you. They are rascals.

The leaders are rascals and the followers are rascals and they're
ALL going to hell.
Nature's law  is very strict. 

Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä. You cannot avoid it. Nature is all-powerful. Kåñëa has given: "You work in this way." She'll work. She'll work. She'll punish. As soon as there is little discrepancy--you have eaten, eaten more than is necessary--indigestion. "Indigestion, starve." This is nature's law. Nature will act. But you have to (indistinct) them with knowledge that
"You don't do this.

Otherwise you will be under the control of nature life after life.

Simply miseries." ara-duùkha-duùkhé.
Vaiñëava's qualification is para-duùkha-duùkhé.
He is unhappy by seeing others' distress.

This is Vaiñëava. (end)
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Mädhavänanda: ...thinks that they have some responsibility in the world, and if you say all of a sudden that "You have no responsibility..."

Prabhupäda: That is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that "Yes, you have responsibility so long you are not Kåñëa conscious," not that a person who is not in the devotional service of the Lord, he can say, "I have no responsibil..." He cannot say.

Bhagavän: Duty.

Prabhupäda: He cannot. He has all the duties. But one who has taken to Kåñëa consciousness without any reservation, he has no duty. He has no respons... 

devarñi-bhütäpta-nåëaà pitåëaà

nayam åëé na kiìkaro räjan

sarvätmanä ye çaraëaà çaraëyaà

gato mukundaà parihåtya kärtam
This is the statement. As soon as we take birth, we have got so many responsibilities. We are responsible to perform sacrifices for all the demigods. You are taking light from the sun. You have got responsibility. Otherwise how you are getting so much light? If you don't pay the electric bill, the next day it will be disconnected. And you are taking so much light from the sun. You have no responsibility? You have. "No, there is no responsibility. You are taking light, air, water. So many things you are taking, supplied by the different demigods. Deva, åñi, åñi, great... Just like Vyäsadeva or many other åñis, they have given you knowledge, and you have no responsibility? You have responsibility.

Mädhavänanda: Then the responsibility for some is to Kåñëa; the responsibility of some is to the demigods?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Demigods, you have got responsibility. Deva, åñi, bhüta, living entities. Just like you are taking milk from the cows. You have the responsibility to protect it, but you are killing. So you must suffer.

Bhagavän: So the present system is simply expert at producing completely irresponsible people.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And they are talking of responsibility. But one who is devotee... Eh?

Bhagavän: They say we are irresponsible.

Prabhupäda: No, we are not irresponsible. We have finished all responsibility. We are not irresponsible. But we are in such a position that we have passed all these responsibilities.

Mädhavänanda: So, Çréla Prabhupäda, when you told this lady, this woman last night, that she should give up her responsibilities...

Prabhupäda: Take to Kåñëa consciousness. That is the only respons... Then you can... Not that you give up all responsibility. First of all take to Kåñëa responsibility. Then there is no responsibility. Give up something; take something. Then it is all right. And give up everything and then you zero.

Brahmänanda: But they see responsibility only in terms of making a bank balance and having a nice home and satisfying our...

Prabhupäda: Therefore they are suffering. In spite of bank balance, they are suffering.

Harikeça: (whispering) ...finding it impossible on that side. Excuse me. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...said, suppose you have not done your responsibility properly, so then you have become sinful. Hm? Is it not? So Kåñëa gives assurance that "You surrender to Me, and I give you protection from all sins." So even you think that "By giving up my all other responsibilities I am taking shelter of You. Then I will be punishable for my sinful act," so Kåñëa says, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi. Then where is my responsibility? I become free immediately, provided I surrender to Kåñëa without any reservations. Then. Then it is. Otherwise not.
Morning Walk                        August 27, 1975, Vrndavan
French devotee (2): If a devotee step on the ant, does the ant receive some benefit?
Prabhupäda: Hm?

French devotee (2): If a devotee step on a ant by mistake, the ant...
Prabhupäda: You should be careful. Why should you commit mistake? 

But if unconsciously, by mistake it is done, that is another thing.

Brahmänanda: He wants to know does the ant receive benefit?

Prabhupäda: No.
Then he will be lenient to kill them to give them benefit. (laughter) He'll be so...

Brahmänanda: Like they say "mercy killing," that "This is good for you. I will kill you and it is good for you."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

You should always think  that you are responsible for its killing.

But it may be Kåñëa may excuse you. (Ed: for cows and bulls?)

That is another thing.

Consciously  you cannot kill. (break) 

Morning Walk                 September 25, 1975, Ahmedabad

Prabhupäda: Society has lost this saàskära process; therefore they remain in the animal platform. Janman jäyate çüdra saàskärad bhaved dvijaù. When a person is born even in human society, he remains a çüdra. Çüdra means almost like animal. Now he has to be reformed. That is called saàskära. Then twice-born.

The first  -class twice-born is brähmaëa.

Second-class twice-born is kñatriya.

And third-class twice-born is the vaiçya.

And remaining, who cannot be reformed, they remain çüdra.

But there is COOPERATION between brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra,

and the Society makes PROGRESS SIMULTANEOUSLY FOR  EVERYONE
That  is  human Society.
At the present moment mostly all of them remain çüdras or less..., caëòälas.
So how there can be any peace? It is not possible. There is no brähmaëa, no kñatriya, maybe a few vaiçyas only. They are also half-reformed.

And EUROPEAN culture,

that is caëòäla culture, yavana culture. 

There is no reformation,

NO brähmaëa, NO kñatriya, NO vaiçyas, simply çüdras and caëòälas

mostly caëòälas.(Ed: less than, as candalas have NOTHING to do with cow slaughter)

SO Kåñëa consciousness MOVEMENT IS:

means for thoroughly overhauling the whole human society.

(aside:) Hare Kåñëa. Thank you.

Morning Walk                      September 30, 1975, Bombay

Dr. Patel: No, these boys who are recruited newly. They don't have much about the idea of Vaiñëavism.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. That's a fact. But what can I do? They are my helper.

Dr. Patel: They have to be trained up earlier and then let loose. Otherwise, you know, they create it. Because all the bad impressions are for them.

Prabhupäda: No. They'll be trained while working. Not that simply theorizing at home, no.

Dr. Patel: That's right, but I think...

Prabhupäda: They should work, and at the same time, they may fall down, just like a child tries to walk, falls down, again walks, again... Then he becomes complete.

Dr. Patel: Those thirty characteristics of a sädhu that are depicted in the, in Bhägavata....

Prabhupäda: That is not possible in one day.
Dr. Patel: Thirty cannot come, but a few should come.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Few that... They are... Yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcanä sarvair guëais tatra samäsate [SB 5.18.12].

If they have got unflinching faith in Kåñëa and guru, 

That is all qualification.

Dr. Patel: That is a fact.
Prabhupäda: That is all qualification. Yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcan sarvair guëaiù. All these qualities are already there.

Dr. Patel: But for that you see, he has to withdraw his mind and all the senses from...

Prabhupäda: Even he does not withdraw, 

even it is suduräcära, 

api cet suduräcäro bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk sädhur eva saù [Bg. 9.30].

Dr. Patel: But then bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk.

Prabhupäda: Yes, ananya-bhäk, they are doing that.

Dr. Patel: Without severing his mind, anywhere he goes...

Prabhupäda: No. They are fixed up in Kåñëa. That is a fact. That is a fact.

You cannot bribe them to take from this Kåñëa consciousness.

That is not possible.

They may commit some mistake, but they are fixed up in Kåñëa. 
That is bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk.

You cannot deviate them. Sädhur eva sa mantavyaù [Bg. 9.30].

So this qualification they have,

and for THIS qualification  they will be triumphant, 

without anything else. 

We shall return now?

Dr. Patel: Those thirty qualifications do come naturally, as you say, but they come slowly. But (Hindi) we must teach them this in the kåñëa-bhakti, the qualities of a real sädhu.

Prabhupäda: If you make a condition that "First of all you become qualified; then you preach," that will never come. Rüpa Gosvämé therefore recommends, yena tena prakäreëa mana kåñëe niveçayet: "Somehow or other bring him to Kåñëa consciousness."

Then other... Sarve vidhi-niñedhäù. Vidhi-niñedhäù. Sarve vidhi-niñedhä syur etayor eva kiìkaräù. 
Automatically they'll come as servant.

[ED: the vidhis, (progressively more) rules and regs, otherwise “the situation degrades, the offence increases, chanting becomes sahajiya,” and the “preaching will not be effective”.]

First of all let their mind be fixed up on Kåñëa consciousness.

Dr. Patel: But the present difficulties are because they don't know the vidhi-niñedhas.

Prabhupäda: So how they can know?

Dr. Patel: That is the difficulty.

Prabhupäda: How they can know?

Dr. Patel: That is the difficulty.

Prabhupäda: So we... we are bringing them from which status? Yes. 

You cannot expect that they will be perfect all of a sudden, overnight. 

It is not possible. 

But their mind being fixed up on Kåñëa consciousness, 

that is the first qualification. 

They do not know anything beyond Kåñëa. That's all.
Dr. Patel: In our Vaiñëava religions this vidhi-niñedha is a must right from the beginning.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is must. It is must. 

But you cannot force in the beginning. That is not possible.

Dr. Patel: But they have to be explained of it.

Prabhupäda: But IF they fix up their mind in Kåñëa, 

the vidhi-niñedha automatically will come.
That process I adopted. When they came to me I never said that "You don't do this, don't do that, don't do that." No. "You simply come here and chant Hare Kåñëa." These are... Old students learned. I never said that "You have to follow these rules, these regulations, then you can come..."

Because IF chanting is properly done, then ceto-darpaëa-märjanam [Cc. Antya 20.12]—the mind will be cleansed of all dirty things. Çåëvatäà sva-kathä kåñëa puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù [SB 1.2.17]. Simply by hearing and chanting, they will be pious. Hådy antaù 'stho hy abhadräëi vidhunoti suhåt satäm. Kåñëa is there. As soon as He sees one devotee is sincerely chanting, He'll help, cleansing the heart. Vidhunoti... You will read Ajämila upäkhyäna. Simply by chanting Näräyaëa...

Dr. Patel: Ajämila got it.

Prabhupäda: Offenseless.

Dr. Patel: All psychological matters, and in the bhakti-märga, it is the sükñma-çaréra which is more important than the sthüla.

Prabhupäda: Eh.

Dr. Patel: The behavior of the sükñma-çaréra is more important than the sthüla.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. That is... The example is given that Ganges water, even it is superficially... There are floating stool and foams...

Dr. Patel: Dead bodies also.

Prabhupäda: So this stool and foam does not pollute the Ganges water. You set it aside and take your dip. That example is given that. External feature does not pollute the soul. Asaìgo 'ya hi puruñaù. The puruña... it is simply our abhiniveña. Abhiniveña is dangerous. Otherwise the soul has nothing to do with this body.

Dr. Patel: That's right. No, soul is separate from all the three bodies.

Prabhupäda: Exactly like that: one is on the motorcar. He has nothing to do with the motorcar, but if he thinks, "My car is life. Everything my..."
Dr. Patel: Air is coming into...

Prabhupäda: That abhiniveña gives him trouble. 

So this abhiniveña can be removed 

by increasing Kåñëa consciousness.

And the Kåñëa consciousness is increased by following the regulative duties.

Rise early in the morning, have maìgala ärati, this, that, up to ten o'clock. 
Means vidhi.
Dr. Patel: That is religious vidhi.

Prabhupäda: So by vidhi, he becomes practiced, and....

Dr. Patel: That becomes a nature then.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Then it is nature.

Dr. Patel: And finally it gives you säkñäd-dharma. (?)

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Patel: All that thing...

Prabhupäda: They are... The vidhi-niñedha, if you give up vidhi-niñedha, then you cannot improve.
Dr. Patel: No, the vidhi-niñedha is a must. Otherwise you are daitya sort of a thing, even though you may be practicing anything.

Prabhupäda: So that they are doing. They are following the regulative principles: no illicit sex, no intoxication, no meat-eating. This is the niñedha.
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Prabhupäda: (break) ...create another danger. Just like airplane. It is comfortable. You can quickly go from one place to another. But as soon as on the plane, immediately your life is at risk. There is no certainty. So this is the way of material world. You create some comfort and you create some greater danger also. Side by side. It cannot be unhampered comfort. That is not possible. You create a motorcar--the same thing--you drive very speedy and you meet accident. Railway, the accident. There was no need. 

You produce your food locally and 

produce YOUR milk. 

Then eat, drink, and live comfortably. (Ed: drink the milk YOU produce)

Chant Hare Kåñëa. 

That is wanted. 

Make your life successful. 

Yad uttama-çloka-guëänuvarëanam. And if you have got education, then describe the glories of the Lord by your scientific and educational qualification. (break) The rain is coming. We can go this way. Yad uttama-çloka-guëänuvarëanam. [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they may say, "That is not practical, because we will starve to death with such knowledge."

Prabhupäda: Then... Then you are useless. Because you cannot go to the ultimate point of education, therefore your education is useless.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But then they will ask, "You will come and bring me food?"

Prabhupäda: Yes, I will give you food. Food is there. You are not creating food. It is... From the earth it is grown.

Brahmänanda: But we have to work very hard; otherwise we won't 

get M O N E Y  for buying food.

Prabhupäda: N O. 

You work  a  very slight 
three months in a year and get all food. 

Food is there; MILK is there; land is there. 

You have to work. [ ]

Prabhupäda: There was no... We don't require all these things because we know others are victims. They pay for it. And they work hard for the money and pay to work. That's all. Our men never touch this Coca cola and cigarette, but others, they are mad after it.

Brahmänanda: They say they have to work so hard to get food, but actually they are working hard for this.

Prabhupäda: He'll get food. 

Food they can grow very easily, but they... Anartha. 

This is called anartha. Anartha means unnecessarily. Ädau çraddh tata sädhu-saìgo 'tha bhajana-kriy tato 'nartha-nivåtti syät. So anartha-nivåtti civilization, not anartha increasing. 

Civilization means anartha-nivåtti syät 

because we are complicated by the anarthas, unwanted things. 

(break) ...this way there is bulls, horses for transport. But what is the use of these big, big motorbuses and acquire petrol, machine, factory, so many things? 

But nature's way there is already means of transport. 

The horses are there. (Ed: NOT for agricultural or hobby purposes)

The bulls are there. 

But they will eat them, and they will create these motor big, big buses and then petrol, then fight. (baby birds making sounds.) [ ]

...and so much useless labor for growing tea, that will be stopped. You can grow food. (break) You drink tea, you'll require sugar. Then unnecessarily producing so much sugarcane. And the by-product of sugarcane, molasses, you'll have to utilize. Then produce wine, liquor. One after another.

Indian man (3): But our country depends upon sugar.

Prabhupäda: No, that is mistake. 

Your country, you can produce your own food. 

That's all. 

Why you should depend? 

You produce food grains. 

You produce milk. 

Then your all necessities is supplied. 

Why should you produce unnecessarily?

Brahmänanda: Here they use powdered milk because they have no cows.

Prabhupäda: Just see. And here even by this sugarcane, what is called? Upper part? This part?

Indian man (1): We call it ag.(?)
Prabhupäda: Ag, yes. You can maintain thousand of cows.

Indian man (1): But that's actually best food, you know. In Punjab they use that. They store it for a year.

Prabhupäda: But you

HYPERLINK  \l "FOOLISHpeoplDONOTKNOWHOWoneEARNSHAPPINES"
 do not know HOW to be happy.
Indian man (1): Even this land, here they are producing sugarcane. So that is strong for wheat. They can grow plenty of wheat.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Everything can be grown.

Cyavana: If sugarcane will grow, anything will grow. It's very fertile.

Indian man (1): Because they don't want to do anything, they simply plant the sugarcane and then they want rest for few months, simply getting money and taking and drinking.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Indian man (1): No work. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...getting rice, wheat from outside, they can charge any price because the price of grain is increasing.

Indian man (1): Any time, they can stop it.

Prabhupäda: You can stop it. (end) 
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Prabhupäda: ...that I shall be happy in this material world, he'll not be able to take Kåñëa consciousness. Hare Kåñëa.

Cyavana: The slightest tinge of a material desire will force him to take another body. Is that it?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa will give him full advantage of enjoying this material world. Unless he is disgusted, he cannot. He'll not become disgusted. Therefore Kåñëa says, "Give up this." Personally, he is not going to be disgusted. mäyä. Therefore Kåñëa personally asks him, "Give up this business." Sarva-dharmän parityajya. But we are thinking, "Eh! Why this man asking like this? Sarva-dharmän parityajya. 

I shall give up my business, 

I shall give up my family, 

I shall give up my country and simply surrender to Him? 

Oh, it is too much. Sophisticated." What is called? "Sophistry." What is sophistry?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Sophistry?

Prabhupäda: Yes?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Half wise, half foolish.

Brahmänanda: Sophistry means some...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: ... philosophy that is not sound. Superficial.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is... That is the remark of Dr. Rädhäkrishnan, when Kåñëa said like that. That means "He... Too much," because he thinks, "Kåñëa is..., may be a very big man, but He's a man. Why He is asking like that?" (break) ...first business is to give him always miseries so that he may be disgusted. But he is so foolish, he is not becoming disgusted. Everyone knows this is very troublesome world, but nobody is disgusted. [ ]

And what about your death? (aside:) Stop. The chicken is also dying; you are also dying. What is your improvement? That they cannot say. Real problem they cannot solve. 

Simply a little high standard of living, and they think this is advancement. 

And the Western civilization is influencing all other parts of the world in that way—

"Improve the standard of living." 

There is no improvement, but it is mäyä; they are thinking, "This is improvement."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Progress.

Prabhupäda: Progress, yes. 

The progress is that they have got motorcar, and they have progressed how to die quickly. 

This is the progress. 

At any moment he can die. As soon as he on the car, 70 miles speed, that means taking the risk of dying at any moment. This is the progress. 

Formerly people were going in bullock cart or horse carriage from one village to another. 

"That was primitive. 

Now we can go hundred miles away from home 

for earning money and taking risk to die at any moment. 

That is progress." Is it not?

Brahmänanda: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: Formerly they were satisfied by tilling the ground, 

getting food grains. 

Now they have started factories. At the cost of thousands of men's labor, some director is getting money and enjoying life. That is progress. And these rascals, laborers, they are thinking that "These men are getting the profit, cream of this business. We are working. Why not take ourself?" That is Communism. [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: There's a verse in the Bhägavatam, Prabhupäda. Yenätmä suprasédati: "By rendering devotional service to the transcendental Lord, one becomes completely satisfied." So what happens? These people in material life, they come to the temples and they chant a little bit. But they find that the standard of pure devotional service is so high that they're not able to grasp it. They don't feel the complete satisfaction. They're still attached to the material world.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is compared with the jaundice disease. Jaundice disease, for jaundice, sugarcane is the medicine. But they taste sugarcane as bitter. Sugarcane... One who is suffering in jaundice will taste sugarcane as bitter. That is the test. So that is the medicine. So he has to take the sugarcane. And by taking, when he is cured he will find, "Oh, it is very sweet."

Puñöa Kåñëa: So then he has to recognize there is some problem living in this material world.

Prabhupäda: No. He does not find any happiness on account of his too much materialistic mind.

Brahmänanda: That is the disease.

Prabhupäda: That is the disease. So it has to be cured by this bhakti-yoga. So in the bhakti-yoga, in the beginning, it will taste bitter. Therefore they do not come. But if they take to bhakti-yoga, then the material disease will be cured and they will find it is very sweet.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. So the more people try to enjoy materially, they become more and more unhappy.

Prabhupäda: We are in the material world means everyone is diseased. (break) mäyayäpahåta-jïänäù, duñkåtinaù. This is described. This is the material disease. I explained how they are committing sinful life: slaughterhouse, this liquor house and so many things, simply sinful. And they do not know they are going to suffer again in another body. He's going to be slaughtered next life. 

"Life for life." 

You are taking life, so many lives; you have to give so many times life. 

Take birth and become killed. Take birth and become killed." 

There is no knowledge.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Sometimes people ask, Prabhupäda, that if one falls down into lower species of life like plants or animals, how then do they come again to the human form of life?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is nature's way. Give them again chance to develop. From trees they become flies. That is the beginning of movement. Then from flies to birds, birds to beast, and beast to animal, er, human being. This is great chastisement. You cannot move even. Suffer torrents of rain, cyclone, scorching heat, pinching cold. Stand up for hundreds and thousands of years. Then, when the punishment is finished, then he becomes moving. If there is scorching heat he can move to some shelter. But he cannot move. 

They do not study all this science, 

why there are so many varieties of life, of different grades. 

Wherefrom they are coming?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The living entity, then, in the tree is actually conscious of its condition of life.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The living entity inside the tree is actually conscious of its condition of life.

Prabhupäda: Not advanced consciousness, but he is conscious. He feels. He feels.

Harikeça: It shocked a lot of people when they made the test of bringing a scissor to a plant, and they put some electrodes on it and they found that the plant was reacting with fear.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. That machine has been discovered by Sir Jagadish Chandra Bose. He discovered this wireless telegram, radio. But Marconi took from him, and British government helped him.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The British again.

Prabhupäda: Britishers were advertising outside India that "Indians are uncivilized. Therefore we are making them civilized. Therefore we should stay there. Don't object." Because United Nations, they were asking, "Why you are occupying India?" So they used to forward this argument, that "These people are uncivilized. We are making them civilized." (laughter) Now, how there should be Sir Jagadish Chandra Bose? Therefore they used to suppress always. Everything Indian wanted to do, they would suppress: big businesses, this mining... They would suppress. This Morarji, Sumati Morarji, her father-in-law started that... He had to face so many impediments from the Britishers to start the shipping company. Formerly there was no shipping company, Indian. Now, before that, there was shipping, not shipping company, but navigation was there from India to Rome, Greece, Turkey, there was regular business of spices and fine cloth. Later on, this large-scale shipping industry, that was done by the Europeans. So when Indian wanted to start, they would supress. The Tata iron industry, he had to face so many difficulties. Formerly, even if you wanted to bring some iron frame, it would come from Sheffield.

Puñöa Kåñëa: From where?

Prabhupäda: Sheffield.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Oh, England.

Prabhupäda: England. So everything Indian required, they would supply, and they would govern and they would exploit. Therefore they became so rich--simply by exploiting India. And Indian soldiers, they expanded empire--Africa, Burma. That's all, all Indian exploitation, Indian men, money, and exploitation. As soon as they lost India, they lost whole empire.

Cyavana;: Now they are also suffering.

Prabhupäda: Eh? That... That must be. They will be suffering more and more. They will be beggars. They have done so much sinful activities for expanding their empire. Now they will have to become beggars. And within two hundred years, everything finished. They started their exploitation from seventeenth, eighteenth century. And in the twentieth century, everything finished. The French people and the English people... This is also one of the examples. Both the nations came here to exploit. That was the competition in... The French people and the English people, they would go for colonization, fight, and establi... America was also that, Canada, everywhere. But because they were their own men, they were given dominion status. Almost free.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Greedy. Very greedy.

Brahmänanda: At one time all of Africa was controlled by the European nations. Completely.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Mainly these French and...

Brahmänanda: French, British, Germans, Portuguese, Dutch, Spanish.

Puñöa Kåñëa: In South Africa, the British also tried to take over South Africa. There was a war called the Boer War.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So during World War I and World War II many of the South Africans, they actually sided with the Germans because they were against the English so much.

Prabhupäda: African means black Africans. No?

Puñöa Kåñëa: No. South Africans, they were Europeans. The British started the first concentration camp. They took these "Afrikaners" as they call them, Europeans. They put them on an island called St. Helena. That was actually the first concentration camp, by the British.

Prabhupäda: This is going on. Still, even the opposite party, they are not disgusted--"This material life is not very peaceful." They are not disgusted.

Brahmänanda: Now they are thinking, "We'll be independent..."

Prabhupäda: Yes. That... They are trying to be independent. And India... Just like India has got independent, and now the position is "emergency." They do not think in this way, that "Indepedence or dependence, we are actually dependent under the laws of nature." That they do not think. They are thinking... The same example as I gave, that "This boil is here. Why not here? It is very painful," like that. They have no sense that so-called dependence or independence, he has to suffer. That he does not know. Müòha näbhijänäti.

Puñöa Kåñëa: In the Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa explains, väsudeva sarvam iti, that He is everything and that He is everywhere.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So this verse, müòho 'ya näbhijänäti, that the müòhas, they can't perceive Kåñëa. So actually it's simply that we're covered, isn't it? But Kåñëa is always there.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is always there, but yogamäyä-samävåtaù. He does not know Kåñëa on account of being covered by the curtain of yogamäyä. Nähaà prakäçaù sarvasya yogamäyä-samävåtaù. 

But  we can make them all happy by Kåñëa consciousness, 

if they follow our instruction, 

even in this material world. Pürëaà sukhäyate. 

Full happiness we can give them, if they follow our principle. [ ]

Cyavana: The average man doesn't have the intelligence to discriminate between an intelligent man and a fool. He will listen to anyone.

Prabhupäda: No, we have got this from the standard test tube, Kåñëa. Anyone who is not Kåñëa conscious, he is duñkåtina, müòha. That's all. We have no difficulty. Just like that urine test? We have got... One who has got that testing paper, red, yellow and so on, so on... So we have got this testing paper, Bhagavad-gétä.

Puñöa Kåñëa: (break) Prabhupäda, Lord Caitanya's weapons were His associates. Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu's weapons were His associates.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Säìgopängästra-pärñadam. Therefore Narottama däsa Öhäkura said, gauräìgera saìgi-gaëe, nitya-siddha kori mäne: "All the associates of Lord Caitanya, they are ever liberated." Nitya-siddha kori mäne. 

"Anyone accepts the assistants of Lord Caitanya as ever liberated—

he also becomes liberated, 

simply by accepting the associates of Lord Caitaya Mahäprabhu 

who is helping Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission, 

simply by accepting this, the man who is accepting, 

he becomes liberated." 

Se jäy brajendra-nanda päç. Gauräìgera saìgi-gaëe, nitya-siddha kori mäne, se jäy brajendra-nanda päç.

Cyavana: This is the way to go up.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) ...this is a fact, that our Kåñëa consciousness is the topmost yoga, and preach it. This is a fact. Except we, Kåñëa consciousness, nobody knows anything--all müòhas. Any association, any religion--all müòhas. But you must prove yourself. Otherwise it will be bigotry. If you simply say that "We are only first class" without any knowledge... You have to defend yourself. There will be so many opposing elements. Then you become first class. Your position is first class, but you have to maintain it. Otherwise, they will say "religious fanatics." Any opposition party, you have to meet. That is required.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Would you like to sit for some time here, Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: No. (break)

Puñöa Kåñëa: (break) (Devotees have been teasing Puñöa Kåñëa in background regarding his suggestion) He said, "Don't bring milk when water is required." I was just asking, you know.

Harikeça: Don't bring milk when water is required. You have given the example.

Prabhupäda: Don't bring milk?

Devotees: When water is required.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Cyavana: But he was thinking that it would be very nice to sit there with Çréla Prabhupäda.

Puñöa Kåñëa: No, no. No, I wasn't. I was thinking of Prabhupäda's satisfaction. You're thinking what I'm thinking...

Prabhupäda: You are right. He was right. 

That is service. Before wanting, that is... 

That is all right. "Now let the master refuse it." But service is: before he asks, the thing should be offered. That is service. 

After asking, offering something, that is second-class service. 

First-class service, 

before he wants, "Here is the thing, ready." 

That is first-class service. 

Now it is his liking. He may not like that. He may ask something else. But the service must be offered. And your example, milk and water, is not applicable here. I did not ask him either milk or water. (laughter) So your example is futile.

Cyavana: Perfect.

Prabhupäda: So don't be discouraged.

Puñöa Kåñëa: No, Prabhupäda. I'll never leave your lotus feet. They asked you about other movements yesterday at the press conference...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: ...this movement and that movement. You said, "This is Kåñëa's movement." So this should be our line of argument, because especially amongst the Indian community, when they question us about this swami and that swami...

Prabhupäda: They replied that in everything there is light. And yes, the light of, what is called, glowworm and the light of sun is not the same. Everything is light; that doesn't... We haven't got to accept so-called lights. Even there is light, when there is sunlight, why you should aspire after glow of light? (People chanting in background) Who is chanting Hare Kåñëa?

Cyavana: Everyone is saying Hare Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Hare Räma Hare Räma. (laughter)

Devotee (2): So all those sinful activities of these people have been eradicted now by saying Hare Räma?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Immediately. That is the special advantage of this age. Kirtanäd eva kåñëasya mukta-saìgaù. Immediately becomes free, mukta-saìga. Without becoming mukta-saìga, they cannot chant even. Why others are not chanting, they are chanting?

Devotee (2): But the same... That means they will make more sinful activities?

Prabhupäda: If he does, that is another thing. Otherwise, for the time being, he is freed from all the reaction of sinful, immediately. Sadyaù savanäya kalpate. Sadya, immediately. Immediately he becomes brähmaëa. [ ]
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Prabhupäda: ...own Christian priests, they asked me that "Why Christianity is dwindling? What we have done?" So I told them, "What you have not done?" (laughter)

Cyavana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: "You have violated from the very beginning the orders of Christ, 'Thou shall not kill,' and you are killing, only killing. So what you have not done?"

Devotee 1: They say that man has to dominate over the animals. They should...

Prabhupäda: Therefore you should kill and eat them. Very good reasoning. "The father should dominate over children; therefore the children should be killed and eaten up." So rascals, and they are professing religious leaders.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Prabhupäda, if every moment we are killing in breathing and walking and doing so many things, and then it says, "Thou shalt not kill," so then hasn't God given us an instruction which is impossible?

Prabhupäda: No. Conscientiously you should not. But unconsciously, if you do, that is excused. (break) [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: ...ments today are supporting the most outrageous sinful activities.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The governments today are supporting the most outrageous, sinful activities. So how is it possible to reform the general mass of people?

Prabhupäda: Do you mean to say the government is perfect?

Puñöa Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: Then? They must be moved. Government means, nowadays, all rascals. They are elected by rascals and they are rascals. That is the difficulty. Everywhere you go, you will meet only rascals. Manda. The definition is given, manda. Even in our camp there are so many rascals. Just see the report. Even they have come to be reformed, they are rascals. They cannot give up their rascal habits. Therefore it has been generalized, manda: "all bad." But only difference is that in our camp the bads are being reformed; outside there is no reforming. There is hope of their being good, but outside there is no hope. That is the difference. Otherwise everyone is bad. Without any discrimination you can say. Mandäù sumanda-matayo. Now, how the government will be good? This is also bad. Mahäprabhu's name is Patita-pävana; He is delivering all bad men. In the Kali-yuga there is no good men at all--all bad. Strong you will have to become to deal with all bad men. 
Morning Walk                       October 5, 1975, Mauritius
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Brahmänanda: Çréla Prabhupäda will speak in English or Hindi?

Guest (1) (Indian man): ...you know Hindi.

Prabhupäda: Which you...? No, just I want to end this verse. Shall I speak in Hindi or English? That I am...

Guest (1): Hindi.

Prabhupäda: Hindi. (Hindi) You read it thoroughly and you explain it either in English or Hindi, as you think befitting to your friends. So we have got so many literatures in French language. We are also asking some men from Europe. That will create some impression. Yes. White elephant. (laughter) Dancing. Everyone will purchase ticket. Yes. (Hindi) Bring some white elephant. So literature is there. 

But one thing is that you must be placed in sadäcära, well behaved.
So you have to sacrifice, especially your long hair. And if you sacrifice your hair, we can export it and get some money. (laughter) Because in Western countries they want these hairs to make wigs. Yes. So just... (Hindi)

As they have been trained up to rise early in the morning, this will give you spiritual strength.

If you simply becomes a gramophone speaker, 

then it will not be effective.

Gramophone or tape record speaker, that will not be. You must be live speaker. Your living condition should be spiritually, what is called, surcharged.

So that means you must be trained up how to rise early in the morning, 
take your bath, cleanse yourself, chant Hare Kåñëa mantra.
Then you will be spiritually strong.
When you are spiritually strong, if you speak something on spiritual subject matter, then it will be effective. Otherwise it will be just like tape record playing. So this is required. And you should... You are asking something?

Guest (1): No.

Prabhupäda: And gradually, when you are well behaving, then you shall be initiated to chant Hare Kåñëa mantra. That will give you strength, spiritual power. Strictly observe the regulative principles--no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no intoxication, no gambling. It is very simple.

Read these literatures, chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, and observe these regulations. Then you will become gradually powerful. Your speeches will be effective. People will like you.

Guest (2) (Indian man): Now the program in the village, Swamijé, how to...

Prabhupäda: Village... Just like you acquire some land. That you will get. It is not very... Is it difficult?

Guest (2): No, sir.

Prabhupäda: Just we are doing so many places.
So you produce your own food grains,

not  for making money.
but just for feeding yourself and the animals, cows.

Keep cows, as many cows as possible,

and produce, till the ground, field,

and make water supply arrangement. If the investment is required, we shall do that. (Ed: limited capital expenditure ONLY) You have no worry about investment. We shall bring money from anywhere. But the work must be done very nicely. There must be good arrangement for water supply and for plowing and keeping the cows in order.

Then you get sufficient milk, sufficient food grains (Ed: self-sufficient, not buying)

and produce your own cloth.

The girls and ladies, they can spine (spin) thread, and from the thread you make cloth, handlooms. So your first necessities of life, eating, and make little cottage, sleeping... And if you want sex, get yourself married, live peacefully. And when you are there you can defend yourself.

So the first necessity is how to eat and how to cover. 

That you have to provide. 

That is not difficult. You can do it.

And THEN  you  BECOME PEACEFUL
no  anxiety for your  maintenance.

AND THEN cultivate this spiritual knowledge the same way. (Ed: and THEN...)

Have a temple there.
(Ed: NOT to FIRST make a big arrangement for temple and buildings to forever become dependent on maintenance and business scams for buying slaughterhouse food “for the Deities”)

Have... Go on chanting, offering prasädam.
You have got your food grains.

Don't  be   dependent   on  anyone else.
Become  self-  independent.

And  DON’T be after  MONEY.
Simply produce your bare necessities of life.

Keep yourself fit, strong. And chant Hare Kåñëa, read book.

Then you'll grow strong. Is there any difficulty?

Guest (1): No, Swamijé.

Guest (2): To bring more people in our movement...

Prabhupäda: They should be trained up, more people. Just like I went alone in Europe and America. So I have trained them. So it will depend on your training power, the more people will be attracted. If you advertise, "Come here," and if you have no power to attract them, then it will not be... 

You must be attractive to bring them. 

And that is spiritual attraction. 

You must behave yourself nicely. 

Then people will come. 

If you become purified, then naturally they will come. 

Just like if you prepare nice preparation with pure ghee, customers will be naturally attracted and they will pay and purchase. And if you prepare rubbish thing, (Ed: from the slaughterhouse) one man may be cheated, but that will not be attraction for the general. 

Purity is required. That will attract. 

Paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramaà bhavän. 

One must be pure. Then he will be able to attract. 

So if they see practically  that 
"These people are  very happy; they have no anxiety," 

then they will be attracted. Is it not? What is the difficulty? 

But if you want brothel and night dancing and wine and meat-eating, 

then it is spoiled. It becomes impure. 

To become pure is not at all difficult. 

Rather, to become impure, it is difficult. 

But people, with all difficulties, they are becoming impure.
Otherwise the idea which I am giving,

you can start anywhere, 

anywhere,  any part of the world. It doesn't matter.

LOCALLY you produce your own food.

You get your own cloth.

Have sufficient MILK, vegetables. (Ed: self-sufficient in MILK, DON’T BUY IT)

Then 
what you want more?
And chant Hare Kåñëa.

THIS is Vedic civilization:

plain living, high thinking.
And poor thinking, poor in thought, 

poor in behavior, 

and living with motorcar and this, that, nonsense. 

It is all nonsense civilization.

Guest (3) (Indian man): Car is a necessity, Swamijé, don't you think so? Car is a necessity.

Prabhupäda: Not necessary. What is the use of car? 

If you locate yourself to get everything, your necessity,

then where is the use of car? 

IF you require car, 

you have a bullock cart. 

That's all. 

Why should you hanker after petrol, mobile (Mobil?) oil, machine, this, that, so many things. Why?

Guest (3): Yes, but don't you think that it would be impossible for you to come mostly?

Prabhupäda: No, no. So long it is not available, we (Ed: i.e. Srila Prabhupada) must take the best advantage. That is another thing.

But gradually we shall develop a Society
that all these unnecessary rubbish things  should be rejected.
THAT is the idea
Or those who are interested, let them manufacture car; we take advantage. We don't bother ourself how to manufacture car. Ajägara-våtti. Ajägara-våtti, the idea is... Ajägara means the snake. So a mouse makes a hole in the field to live very peacefully. So, and he enters the hole, and a snake gets the information and he comes, enters the hole. He eats the snake... The snake eats the mouse and lives peacefully. So let this rascal manufacture motorcar. When we require, we take from them and ride away. We are not going to manufacture. There will be some rascals. Let them do that, mouse. We enter as snake. (laughter) That's all. We are doing that. We are doing that. I did not manufacture this house, but somebody, some mouse, has done. (laughter) And we have entered it, that's all. That's all. This is going on all over the world. You know George Harrison? He has earned money with so great hard labor, and he has given us a house in London, fifty-five lakhs' worth. Another boy, Alfred Ford, he's the great grandson of Mr. Henry Ford. He has given. He is giving still money. He is prepared with all his money. So those who are after money, material things, we have to induce them that "Spend for me," that's all, and let him earn. 
So far we are concerned, 
we shall live very simple life, simply in Kåñëa consciousness. That is brähmaëa. 

Brähmaëa does not go to construct big, big house. 

He simply constructs his character, and the other kñatriyas and vaiçyas, they offer him, "Please come here and sit down." 

Therefore the division is...

One who is unable to become a brähmaëa, let him become kñatriya.
If he cannot become kñatriya, let him become a vaiçya.
Otherwise let him remain a çüdra.
But there should be  ideal class. 

So we are trying to create

ideal Society of brahma ëas. 

[Ed: cooperating among themselves in the FOUR varnas AS, or to BECOME, VAISNAVAS]
THEN people will  be  benefited. 

And if everyone is çüdra, rascal, then what people will be benefited? 

They do not  know HOW TO LIVE.
The bräh manas will give idea, (Ed: by showing through their OWN EXAMPLE)
"Live like this. You will be happy."

Guest (1): Swamijé, I propose one thing: To influence people more and more in the villages.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is the attraction, villagers.

Guest (1): Yes. We should go there and live with them for...

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

I have already suggested that you take land and 

be an ideal community. [ ]

Prabhupäda: But one thing you must be assured, 

that if you can introduce this Kåñëa consciousness movement, 

everyone will be happy. 

Be rest assured. 

That's a fact.

Guest (1): Because if you go to the villages...

Prabhupäda: Everyone will be happy. Men and animal, everyone will be happy. Even the trees and plants, they will be happy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We could have big saìkértana parties in the villages here too.

Brahmänanda: How is it that the trees and plants will be happy?

Prabhupäda: Because they will hear Hare Kåñëa. Not only trees and plants. The insects and everyone, they will have the opportunity of hearing Hare Kåñëa. That will benefit.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Yes. Paraà vijayate çré-kåñëa-saìkértanam. 

Çré-kåñëa-saìkértana is so powerful that it will conquer. 

It will be victorious. So I am very glad to meet you. 

AND do this program.(Ed: chanting AND varnasrama)
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Prabhupada: And this side, they are coming from Europe?  

Pusta Krsna: This side, coming from the oil countries, coming down the coast, and also coming... (break)

Prabhupada: How long they can stay in the water?

Pusta Krsna: If it's warm weather they can stay all day.

Prabhupada: Accha?

Pusta Krsna: In the cold weather, a few hours.  They put on these black suits made out of a certain fabric- it's called a wet suit- and they are able to stay in the water much longer. It insulates, insulates the body from the cold water.

Prabhupada: Going for surfing?

Pusta Krsna: These gentlemen?  No, I don't think so.  These young boys are. (break) ... surf, we tell them, "Yes, we surf in the ocean of bhakti-rasa."
Prabhupada: Bhakti-rasamrta-sindhu. (break) ... karma bandha phasa: one after another. 

Asate vilasa: material enjoyment means implicated in unnecessary activities.  

If people are satisfied, plain living, then these things are not necessary: 

go into the ocean, find out oil, then bring it in the port, then distribute it, 

so many, one after another.  

That, this kind of civilization, they think it is advanced.  

And to live very plainly, minimizing this unnecessary activity, they think it is not civilization.

Pusta Krsna: Primitive.

Prabhupada: Primitive, yes. But primitive meat-eating is continued. 

That is not to be stopped, primitive drinking and meat-eating. 

Pusta Krsna: Would you like a tissue, Srila Prabhupada?  A tissue?

Prabhupada: No. (break)

Pusta Krsna: ... it is misdirected and simply based on sense gratification, has no purpose.  So people may question us that we are putting forward a civilization which India had practiced for thousands of years.

Prabhupada: Why you speak of India?

Pusta Krsna: Well, because when we speak of Vedic culture, a least contemporarily speaking, people think of India. Even few hundred years ago, all the acaryas.
Prabhupada: All right, India. Then?

Pusta Krsna: So then the point is that they criticize that how we can preach such a civilization to the Western countries even it's not working in India today.  Although theoretically it's perfect, practically it's not working.

Prabhupada: No. 

Practically, because you have preached your culture in India; 

therefore they have lost their own culture.  

The Western, the Britishers were for two hundred years and they preached.  

Their policy was to kill the Indian culture.  

Because that report of Lord McCauley, after studying Indian situation, the report was to the Parliament that "If you keep India as Indian, then you will not be able to rule over them”, so therefore there was regular policy to kill Indian civilization.  And because they were on the governing power, they could do it. 

Therefore India lost its own culture and victimized by the Western culture. 

This is the position. Just they are learning how to eat meat, how to drink wine, how to dress them with coat and pant, how to go to the hotel, illicit sex-these things are...

Pusta Krsna: Imported.

Prabhupada: In India it was unknown. They did not know. In our childhood we have seen that they did not know how to drink tea even. [ ]

Pusta Krsna: (break) ... in the last fifty years or so that especially that the Indian culture has been squashed and perverted by the British.

Prabhupada: Yes.

Pusta Krsna: Is that because of mass communication, Prabhupada?  Is that because of mass communication?

Prabhupada: Mass communication or no...

Pusta Krsna: Radio, and things like this.

Prabhupada: Yes, if you want to make mass communication, you can do anything. (break) 

Due to industrialization, all intelligent men, they came in the city. In the village it was deserted.  So there was no improvement in the village, and people preferred to come to the 

city, means industry, business.  

So India's basic principle was village life.  Now that is lost.  

The intelligent class men, 

brahmana, ksatriya, vaisya, they left villages for earning more money in the cities, 

and only the sudras, less intelligent class of men, less than sudras, they remained.  So what they will do?  So village became deserted.  Still you'll go and see in Indian villages, especially in Bengal, 

so many big, big palatial buildings, they are lying vacant.
Pusta Krsna: In the villages?

Prabhupada: Yes.  Because the proprietor left and the poor cultivators, sudras, they are accustomed to live in cottages.  India's civilization was based on village residence.  

They would live very peacefully in the villages.  In the evening there would be bhagavata-katha.  They will hear.  That was Indian culture.  They had no artificial way of living, drinking tea, and meat eating and wine and illicit sex.  No. 

Everyone was religious and satisfied  by hearing- what we are just introducing-  
Bhagavatam, Bhagavad-gita, P uranas, AND live simple life, keeping cows, village     

life
 as it IS exhibited by Krsna, 

VRNDAVANA.  

Krsna, if He liked, 
He could have lived in the cities. 

(pause) So he education was meant for teaching people to hate everything Indian.

Pusta Krsna: Hate everything Indian.

Prabhupada: Yes. That was the policy of education.  So as soon as one became graduate and educated, he began to hate everything Indian original, and if he would get some clerk's business, service in some office, and his life is successful.  That is still going on.  So our car is here?

Pusta Krsna: It's just up here, Srila Prabhupada.

Prabhupada: The brahmana became by caste brahmana.  

He will do everything nonsense and still, he remains a brahmana.  

But you can introduce the original Vedic culture 
in this Europe  and America.  

You have understood.  You can do it.  

By this material civilization they will never be happy, and it is risky.  That they do not know.  They do not believe in the transmigration of the soul.  So irresponsibly... Or just like these elderly persons, how they are wasting time. 

Pusta Krsna: Just sitting on the beach.

Prabhupada: Yes. Not only sitting, they have no other engagement.  They do not know how human life should be utilized. They do not know. They are simply taking consideration of the body, running or skating or this or that, but they have no other engagement. They do not believe that there is soul and that soul's business is first business.  They do not know that, neither they do accept it. They are under nature's law, very simply explained in the Bhagavad- gita, dehino 'smin yatha dehe kaumaram yauvanam jara.  By nature's law you have to change your body. It is evident.  Still, they will not believe.  We're changing body every moment, and they will say, big, big professors, that after the body is finished, everything is finished.  This is ajnana.  And that is going on as education, whole world. "It is folly to be wise where ignorance is bliss." The whole world is in ignorance, so we are giving them wise instruction.  They are thinking, "These people are crazy men." That's all.

Pusta Krsna: How were the leaders, though, of India so weak when the British first occupied that they allowed this all to take place?

Prabhupada: There was no Indian leader.  That was occupied by the Mohammedans.  They were deteriorating.  Yes.  Besides that, Indian mass of people, they were never trained to become nationalist.  They thought, "Let anyone become king.  It doesn't matter.  We... Let us live peacefully, and whatever due tax we shall pay.  That's all." When the Mohammedans came the people did not think that these are foreigners.  "It does not matter, Mohammedan, Hindu." But they did not think so far that gradually it will deteriorate.  Even Bhaktivinoda Thdkura, he has favored the British government because they did not interfere with the religious affair.

Pusta Krsna: (entering car) Bhaktivinoda Thakura.  Over the Muslims.

Prabhupada: No, Britishers.  The Muslims interfered.  They wanted to propagate Islamism.  Not all, some of them.  But Britishers, although they were spreading Christianism, still, outwardly they were neutral about religious affairs.  So Bhaktivinoda Thakura preferred that "Britishers are good.  They do not interfere with our religious affair." 

So the idea is that India-

you may say primitive or whatever you want-

they wanted to make progress of the soul.  

They did not care who is ruling.  So 'whatever tax is due we shall pay.  Let us do our own business.' That was India's attitude.  They never thought in terms of nationalism.  That was never educated.  They were never educated.
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Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the difficulty, that, wholesale people have been miseducated. That is our protest. And this miseducated is ruling the whole world, all rascals (break)

Morning Walk                        October 16, 1975, Johannesburg

(break) There is... Yad gatvä na nivartante tad dhäma paramaà mama. That is intelligence. Now, suppose that here is open field. There is... We are walking very nicely. And the downtown, congested city, that is not very nice.

So at least, if I don't spoil my energy to make the place uncomfortable,
if I save my energy and chant Hare Kåñëa in this open field,

that is intelligence or that is intelligent?

Which is intelligent?

We are also going to die. That's all right. But we are going to die like intelligent person, not like cats and dogs. That is the difference.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The argument is, though, that everyone has to work because they have to feed themselves and they have to...
Prabhupäda: Yes. We are working. We are not sitting idle. 

Now, for our food, 

if we just get some food by plowing some land for the animal, cows, and for me, 

and the cow is giving me MILK, the tree are giving me fruit, 

why shall I work so hard? 

The business of dogs and hogs, whole day and night simply working for getting food and sense gratification? 

That is not civilization.
Live peacefully, get your nice food, and save time to advance in spiritual life.

This is civilization.

And simply for little comfort for a few years I have wasted my time in so many humbug comforts. 
Actually that is... What is this comfort of the skyscraper building? I think it is a mechanical prison.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Matchbox also.

Prabhupäda: Matchbox.
Puñöa Kåñëa: You said last night that without electricity it would be hell.

Prabhupäda: It is hell. A N D  WE  are creat ing  this hell.
Harikeça: I don't know. I'm enjoying.

Prabhupäda: You are a rascal. That is the proof you are a rascal. (laughter)

Devotee (1): We need defense so we have to work hard to keep defense, economy. The common man has to contribute to the state to keep its defense.

Prabhupäda: Defense, that means...

Puñöa Kåñëa: That's today... Unless there is very complex society...

Devotee (1): Otherwise we will be exploited.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Unless there is a very complex...

Prabhupäda: Therefore we say change the society.

Society means you and me.

If we agree that this kind of civilization is wrong, 

then society, what does it mean? They have made the United Nations. What is that? For this purpose, that "Why we are fighting unnecessarily?" 

So make their settlement, how to live. 

What is the standard of civilization? 

What is the aim of life? 

What they are doing in the United Nation for the last thirty years? What they have done? They simply fighting, the same cats and dogs. What is the value?

Harikeça: Whenever there is some war they send some observers.

Prabhupäda: That is cats and watchdog. That's all, watchdog. (laughter) That's all, civilization of cats and dogs.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, the 1975 Nobel Peace Award was awarded to a leading scientist who helped the nuclear weapon, who created the H-bomb. Just recently it was awarded to him.

Harikeça: Peace prize? (laughing)

Devotee (1): Yes. Nobel Peace Prize in Russia, Oslo.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Prabhupäda, you are giving the real peace formula.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Unless they stop their sinful life, they have to suffer.

Prabhupäda: I am not giving. Kåñëa is giving. Bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasam sarva-loka-maheçvaram, suhådaà sarva-bhütänäm. There is... (break) ...formula, if you want to make peaceful the dog society, is it possible?

Puñöa Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: So similarly, they are keeping men as dogs, and they want peace. How it is possible? They are educating general mass of people like cats and dogs, and they want peace. How it is possible? Make them first of all sober men. Then there is question of peace. (break) ...God consciousness, there is no question of peace. (break) If we know that the Supreme Lord, God, is our father, and He has..., everything belongs to Him, His property; therefore, instead of fighting, let us enjoy father's property peacefully. Then there will be peace. We are peacefully walking in this park because we know that it is commonwealth; it is government's property. I can walk, and the dog can also walk. Then there will be peace. And if I think, "No, it is my property," and you think your property, then there will be fight between you and me. So where is peace? Why you claim South Africa as your property? You are foreigner. You want peace. You are expert in keeping them subdued, the Africans. Otherwise, lawfully, it is African property. Why you have taken? Either you make it God's property, otherwise make it African property. You have no right to come here. If you say God's property, then everyone has got equal right. So they do not know what is the meaning of peace.

Puñöa Kåñëa: If nothing is our property--in fact, everything is Kåñëa's property--why is there this desire to possess so many things?

Prabhupäda: Possess, you can possess. Tena tyaktena bhuïjithä. (ED: government gives protection to life AND property).

The real proposal is that everything belongs to God.

Then God's representative, king, he gives you land.

But you require for ten men's foodstuff.

You calculate the ten men's foodstuff, for producing, you require so much land, so the king gives you land. (ED: for cultivation)

You work and grow your food. And because it is God's property, you give some tax.
Whatever you produce, twenty-five percent give to God or king,

and balance, you enjoy. If there is no production--no tax.

This is peaceful life. You work. You take land, God’s land.

You cannot... Why you have occupied so much land? Others, they are not allowed to enter; where there is overpopulation? How you can expect peace? Just like in China and India and other places they're overpopulation. Why don't you allow them, that "In Africa there is no sufficient population. Please come and toil and grow your food and live peacefully"? Where is that formula? Rascals, they are wanting peace. All rascal, rogues. And why they have become rascal, rogues? For want of God consciousness. They do not know that it is God's property, falsely thinking "My property." And today I am thinking, "My property," and next day I become a dog on the same property. Hm? This dog loitering, who can say he was not formerly a Mr. Smuts? Who can say? Maybe he was Smuts; now he is dog. How can you take him? This is nature's process. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù. After death you'll have to accept another body. Now who can guarantee that General Smuts did not accept a dog's body? Who can guarantee? Where is the science? You think that he is dead and gone, but Kåñëa does not say like that. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù. Now what kind of body he has got? Where is the scientist to ascertain that "Mr., General Smuts has got now this body. He is living here"? Where is the science? You simply see like a fool and rascal, "My father is gone." Where your father gone? Where did he live so long? Why did you not see him? Where is the science? He is simply crying like a child, "My father is gone." Where he has gone? Find him out. And what he was? Why did you not see so long? This is their knowledge. [ ]

Harikeça: It seems unless there is some monarch who is ruling over the whole world, one personality...

Prabhupäda: No, not... Yes, whole world. 

He must be räjarñi, just like Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, representative of Kåñëa. 

He can divide to small kings, 

"Now you look after such tract of land," 
and HE  divides. (Ed: to vaisya “kings” ?)

In this way there will be peace. 

No tax. 

If you are unable to produce anything, then no tax. 

Why should you levy tax from the poor man?

Harikeça: What about those people who don't want to work? They are lazy.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Harikeça: What about lazy people?
Prabhupäda: Let them become çüdra. Let them become servant. 

After all, unless he works, he cannot get his food. 
(Ed: via protected cows and bulls within the varnasrama system, unless he usurps the bonafide vaisya’s duty by milking cows with no intention of taking personal lifelong responsibility for them, their calves, and the bulls who produced food grains for him). 
So let him become servant. He has to work to get food. 

No property. He should not be given any property. 
(Ed: land for production, otherwise it will create a disturbance for society, land and cow protection.)  

If you work, you can get food. Just like animal.

(ED: LESS THAN if one buys food from slaughterhouse shops or dairies rather than be a faithful sudra and serve for food from protected cows and bulls, OR, in the absence of a trained up qualified vaisya, produce food as a “brahmana” or “ksatriya", as recommended in the sastras such as Parasara Samhita for Kali yuga; in other words do the needful, whomever or whatever we think we are.)

Harikeça: How in the beginning is it decided that somebody is working and he should be given or not given?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Harikeça: How in the beginning... Let's say you have a king...

Prabhupäda: Beginning Kåñëa.

Harikeça: No, no. Let's say you have a king, and he is deciding this person is worthy of...

Prabhupäda: No, no, beginning, Kåñëa. Why don't you read Bhagavad-gétä? You do not know?

Harikeça: No, no. Yes.

Prabhupäda: What is the social arrangement? What is that?

Harikeça: That Kåñëa created the four orders.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So YOU make that four orders, 

And  THEN  Society will be in order. (Ed: “OUR Society”)

But you are not taking  Krsna’s advice.

You are manufacturing  your  hellish  ideas.
Harikeça: No, I was just wondering how one would be able to see who was acting in a certain way unless they were first engaged in something. They have to be doing some activity...

Prabhupäda: NO, NO
Harikeça: ...so you can see what kind of quality they have.

Prabhupäda: NO, NO. 

Take "everyone is rascal," 

then train them. That is wanted.

Take everyone as rascal. 

There is no question that "Here is intelligent man, here is rascal, here is the..."

No. First of all take them all rascals, 

and then train them.

THAT is wanted.
THAT is wanted NOW. At the present moment the whole world is full of rascals.

NOW,

IF they take to Kåñëa consciousness, (ED: i.e. chant and follow the principles)

select amongst them. Just like I am training. You are brähmaëa by training.

So one who is prepared to be trained as brähmaëa, 
classify him in the brähmaëa.
One is trained UP as kñatriya, classify him. 

In this way, cätur-varëyaà mäyä såñ...
Harikeça: And that kñatriya would engage everyone basically as çüdra and then pick from them.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Harikeça: He would initially pick...

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. You pick up... 

You take the whole mass of people as çüdra. Then...
Harikeça: Pick out.

Prabhupäda: Pick out. 


And rest, who is neither brähmaëa nor kñatriya nor vaiçya, 


then he is çüdra. 

That's all, very easy thing. 

If he cannot  be trained up as engineer, then he remains as a common man. 

There is no force.
THIS  is  THE  W A  Y of  organizing society.
There is no force.  Çüdra is also required.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Now the incentive in modern society to become educated or to become engineer is money. 

What is the incentive in Vedic culture?

Prabhupäda: There is  no  need  of money. The brähmaëa teaches everything free of charge. There is no question of money. Anyone can take education as a brähmaëa or a kñatriya, as a vaiçya. There is no... Vaiçya doesn't require any education. Kñatriyas require little. Brähmaëa require. But that is free. Just find out a brähmaëa guru and he will give you free education. That's all. This is society. Now, as soon as... At the present moment, as soon as one wants to be educated, he requires money. But in the Vedic society there is no question of money. Education free.

Harikeça: So the incentive is the happiness in society?

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is... Everyone is hankering after: " Where is  happiness?"
T H I S will be the happiness.

When people will be peaceful, happy in their living condition,

that will bring happiness,

not by imagining that 

"If I have got a skyscraper building, I will be happy," 

and then jump over and commit suicide. 

That is going on. He is thinking that "If I have a skyscraper building, I will be happy," and when he is frustrated, he jumps down. That is going on. This is happiness. That means all rascals.

They do not know  what is happiness.
Therefore everyone requires guidance from Kåñëa. 

That is Kåñëa consciousness. 
Now you were saying that there is high rate of suicide here?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Why? This is the country possessing gold mine, and why they are...? And you said that it is difficult to become poor here.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. You have to try hard to become poor man here.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And still there is suicide. Why? Every man is rich man, and why he is committing suicide? Hm? Can you reply?

Devotee (1): They lack central happiness?

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is no happiness. (pause) Nobody can remain lazy, because he will be hungry. So how he will remain lazy? He'll have to go somewhere, begging food, and he'll say, "First of all work. Then get your food." He'll work. So there is no question of remaining lazy. Just like the hippies. They do not work, but when they do not get food from anywhere, they go and work. Is it not? So he will be obliged to work.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That is the incentive, then.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): Some of them steal. Instead of working, they steal their food.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Steal... When he is arrested, then he has to work in the prison. That's all.

Harikeça: Chopping rocks.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Otherwise whipping. In Bhagavad-gétä it is recommended that instead of keeping yourself lazy without working, better to steal. Better to steal.

Puñöa Kåñëa: How is that?

Prabhupäda: Huh? That is there. Stealing is bad work, bad work. It is also working, but bad work. So Kåñëa recommends that instead of keeping yourself lazy, better do bad work.

Harikeça: "Action is better than inaction."

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. Yes.

Harikeça: A man cannot even keep his own body in shape.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So stealing is still better than keeping oneself lazy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: "It is better to perform one's duty, even though it may be imperfect, than to perform another's duty"?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. (laughter)

Harikeça: I've always wondered... The food will be taken care of in a perfect varëäçrama society; government is taken care of...

Prabhupäda: Government means you, like rascal fools like you. So how you will take care?

Harikeça: When it is properly set up.

Prabhupäda: First of all you see the government, what is government? Government means a pack of rascals and fools. That's all. This is modern government. All these thieves and rogues are voted to be government men. So how you expect good government? It is not possible. "People's government." All people are rascals. That means government rascal. People's government.

Harikeça: How would the other necessities of life be taken care of, like medical things? If actually they have no knowledge, and they have to require to build these gigantic hospitals...

Prabhupäda: The brähmaëas, the brähmaëas will give you medical help. Äyur-Veda. They will read Äyur-Veda. They will give help.

Harikeça: So the Äyur-Veda possibly can work nowadays.

Prabhupäda: Why not?

Harikeça: Some people were telling me that the herbs had lost all their effectiveness in the Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: Then die. (laughter) Do you mean to say this modern medical treatment is guarantee for your living?

Harikeça: No.

Prabhupäda: Then? That is also not guarantee. If you see the herbs and plants are no more effective, then if there is no guarantee in your modern medical, there is no guarantee. So why should you spend so much money? As soon as I go to a doctor, immediately twenty dollars. As soon as go to purchase some drugs, immediately twenty. If I have no money... And still that is not guarantee, so why shall I spend so much money?
Harikeça: So actually this money doesn't even exist in Vedic society--money.

Prabhupäda: Money is not required. You require things. Just like instead of money, you are getting papers. Money means gold. Where is gold? You are cheated. Money means gold. So instead of possessing gold, you are possessing some paper, written there, "hundred dollars." And you are such a fool, you are satisfied. You are being cheated. Bank's check and currency notes, you keep it in your..., "Oh, here is my money." Is that money? Just see.

Devotee (3): They only do that to make it easier for them, because they've got so much money that they can't carry it...

Prabhupäda: That's all right, but actually it is not money. You are befooled. You are such a fool that you accept a piece of paper as money. Therefore I say you are rascal. That is my business. If I say "Government, give me gold," and government has passed law, "No, you cannot possess gold," that means cheating. How I shall keep gold, that is my business. First of all you give me gold. It is due to me. But you are giving me paper. That means cheating is begun from you.

Harikeça: How will the government decide what my gold is and what his gold is? How does the gold get distributed?

Prabhupäda: Gold coins. Formerly there was gold coins. We have seen in our childhood gold coins, silver coins. There was no paper.

Harikeça: But you have to do something to get it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I will have to do something. That is another thing. But why you are cheating me? Instead of gold, you are giving me paper. Formerly... You have seen in Kåñëa book that one fruit man came, and Kåñëa was taking some grain. It was down. So that was the... A fruit man come, and you give him a packet of grain. Then whatever exchange is possible, the fruit man gives you fruit. That's all.
Puñöa Kåñëa: That is called bartering.
Prabhupäda: Bartering.
So  there is no need of money. Similarly, you go to another shop. You get.
So you produce your food, 

and in exchange, in barter, 

you get all things, other things.

Somebody is producing something, somebody is producing something. But it can be done. Suppose I am a blacksmith. You want some work from me. So you say that "I'll make this instrument for me." So I say, "You give me one kg paddy." So you give me one kg, I prepare you, so your necessity is fulfilled. Now I have got so much paddy. Now, I may go to purchase something else because I am blacksmith, so grains will be used for my eating, and for, say for ghee, I take the same grain somewhere. So where is the money need of?

Harikeça: It's very difficult to cheat in that system. It's very difficult to cheat.

Prabhupäda: Cheat?

Harikeça: In a system of bartering it's very hard to cheat.

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is  no cheating. Everyone is simply simple, honest. And here the government begins cheating. He is engaging you to hard work day and night and paying you a piece of paper, where it is written "one hundred dollars." That's all. This is your society, cheating and cheater. That's all.

Harikeça: People have a hard time understanding that point, because with a hundred dollar note you can buy things.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I say you are all rascals. You do not know. If I say, the government may arrest me that I am infusing people in a different way. But that is the fact.

Harikeça: So a government's duty would be to abolish this false standard of money, and then automatically...

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Government's only duty is that government gives me land 

and I pay tax: "Whatever I produce, take one fourth." 

Finish. All taxes. 

If I don't produce, there is no tax. That's all. 

That is the business between the government and the public. 

That's all.

Harikeça: If the public are giving like one quarter of a perishable item, what does the government do with that? Let's say they were growing some vegetables, so they give one quarter of that to the government. What would the government do with that? They've got so many tons of vegetables.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: And everybody is taken care of, because they are growing it.

Prabhupäda: After all, vegetable will be eaten by somebody. So let government distribute there. Vegetable, grains, fruits, milk, ghee, yogurt, natural produce--they will be used by somebody. The government may store and distribute, those who are in need. That's all.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Maybe somebody is only producing gold or gold plates, or somebody is producing something that isn't food. So he would give that to the government.

Prabhupäda: Well, gold plates, that is not a necessary thing. He can eat on plantain leaf, natural production. That is luxury.

So when people live simple life, the luxuries will no more be required.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Let's say the government is building some wells or some roads. They could feed the people who are doing that, çüdras who are doing that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Çüdras, that "You dig this well and take your food." That's all. Work will go on. At the present moment I require one scissor. I can go to the blacksmith and pay him some grain. He will give me. Now they are producing, Krupp Company in Germany, millions of razor, millions of scissors. Now they will have to find market, where to sell. And as soon as goes to sell in India, the British government--"No, no. You cannot sell." Then he becomes angry: "Oh, all right." He declares war.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So complex.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is going on. "These Britishers do not allow me to go there? All right, kill them." That was the Hitler policy and Kaiser's policy, to kill British empire. They did it. They were successful. But they were also killed. This is going on, unnecessary. Why you produce so much razor and scissor? And then find out market, and when there is competition, there is anger, there is enviousness, there is fight, one after another, one after another. Where is peace? Why do you produce so many unnecessarily? Why do you produce so many cars, when there is scarcity of power, and fight with Arabians? Anartha. Therefore it is called anartha, unnecessary. Anarthopasamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje.
As soon as people will be devotee, they will not require unnecessary things.

They will be satisfied, simply bare necessities of life.

That is peaceful condition.

You create unnecessary needs of life, and then there is competition, there is hellish life, the factory, and then the factory man requires wine to forget his hard labor, so on, so on. Then he become thieves. He become rogues. This is your society. How you can expect peace?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The only solution is Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: That's it, only solution.
Harikeça: It also seems like the only government that would work would be the Vedic government. Varnäçrama-dharma is the only thing that will work.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Kåñëa conscious government means Vedic government...
Harikeça: So until the top man is Kåñëa conscious, this cheating will basically continue.

Prabhupäda: Who is the top man? Everyone is top man. Instead of one king, now you have got one hundred kings. The minister, the secretaries, the under-secretaries, the deputy minister, and so on, so on, so on. So there was only one unfortunate king. Now you have got three dozen kings, and you have to maintain them like kings. This is going on.

Harikeça: They can pay them with their phony money.

Prabhupäda: And they are seeking this post because they know that without doing anything, money will come. That's all. And as soon as you approach some minister, he will ask you, "All right, give me an application." And after six months' reminding, he will say, "No, it is not possible."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. Because so many people have to apply for any one post. That's a fact. Then he will put his son there.

Prabhupäda: All rogues and thieves.

Harikeça: So actually it is not possible to change the...

Prabhupäda: Change--if they become Kåñëa conscious.

Harikeça: But the system itself is defective. How can...

Prabhupäda: No, the defective will be correct when you become Kåñëa conscious. Just like in your past life you had so many defects. Now it is corrected. That is practical.

Harikeça: Let's say somebody is a minister...

Prabhupäda: Anybody.

Harikeça: ...but his occupation is cheating.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Let him become Kåñëa conscious. He will stop this cheating business.

Harikeça: But he has to stop.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. Räjarñi.
Prabhupäda: Yes. He has to stop. It will be stopped as soon as he becomes a devotee.
Harikeça: So then gradually it will become the varëäçrama, with the one central head.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: So we don't try to make a revolutionary system.

Prabhupäda: This is revolution.

Harikeça: We try to just make them Kåñëa conscious, then it's automatic revolution.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Peaceful revolution. Other revolution will not stand. (break)
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Puñöa Kåñëa: Why is it that in the modern day good people, they don't come into public office? Good people. In previous ages there were räjarñis, great kings, very pious kings. Why is it that only rogues are aspiring today?

Prabhupäda: Because the democracy. You will not get vote. As soon as you become honest man in the public office, nobody will be obedient to you, and it will be impossible for him to execute any... You see? The bank manager in Delhi--he was my friend--that "I am afraid of this union. If I press them to do something, they will immediately topsy-turvy the whole management." Bank manager said. "So I am afraid of the workers' union," he told me. 

So therefore good men, they do not go to this political post because they know they will not be able to do anything good. 

He will be surrounded by all rogues. Nobody will execute his order.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So the future in Kali-yuga looks very bleak.

Prabhupäda: Very, very black. Ächinna-dära-dravië gacchanti giri-känanam. People, general people, will be so much disgusted that they will be obliged to give up family and home and go to the forest, being disappointed: 

"Now I cannot manage. Let me go away."

Harikeça: That's predestined.

Prabhupäda: Yes, predestined.

Harikeça: But that can all change in a minute.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that can be changed only by... Therefore we are... "Go giri-känanam, but take shelter of Kåñëa." Vänaà gato yad harim äçrayet. "Go, leave your, this so-called family, home, and go to the forest and take shelter of Kåñëa." That is advised by Prahläda Mahäräja. "That is the best thing in life. 

If you want to be free from anxiety, give up this so-called family life. 

Go to the forest and take shelter of Lord Kåñëa." 
That is Prahläda Mahäräja's advice. Don't try to adjust it. It will not be possible.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Especially in Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: Especially in Kali-yuga. 
So we are offering them shelter that 
"In this age you are not accustomed to go to the forest. It will be more inconvenient. 
Come to our center and be Kåñëa conscious and chant Hare Kåñëa. 
Your problems will be solved." 
This is our mission. 
Everyone is faced with problem. Otherwise why there is majority of suicide? Everyone is faced with problem. [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: How can a man's intelligence be rectified? If intelligence is the...

Prabhupäda: This hari-kértana, chant. Somehow or other, induce them to chant Hare Kåñëa. Everything all right. By flattering, by soliciting, by giving him prasäda, by elevating him, that "You are the best man in the world"--in this way inducing him, "Please chant Hare Kåñëa," then he will be rectified. This is Hare Kåñëa movement. There is no other way. He is ruined, and the more the Kali-yuga advances, he becomes more and more ruined. All other attempts will failure. Don't you see in your country the LSD-addicted hippies? Government spends so much money to rectify them--failure. But as soon as they come to our camp, immediately success. How it is possible?  [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: What is the sign that someone is actually having change in heart?

Prabhupäda: By his action. 

(break) ...kasipu tried to make Prahläda atheist. He failed. And Prahläda tried to make his father theist. He failed. Don't you see?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So unless one agrees you cannot turn him. It is not possible. Five-years'-old boy, staunch devotee, and the powerful Hiraëyakaçipu, father, who is threatening with his life and so many ways he tried that "You become atheist, godless. Otherwise I shall kill you." He did not agree. And similarly, the son also solicited the father that "You have got so much power by the grace of God. Why you are becoming atheist?" Both of them could not turn to their side. Prahläda remained Prahläda, and Hiraëyakaçipu remained Hiraëyakaçipu. (break) ...can expect that without agreeing, conceding, one can be reformed. No, that is not possible. Impossible.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Not simply by rubber stamp.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not possible. He must agree, "Yes." Therefore guru is required. Guru means, accept guru means, "Whatever you say, I will accept." That is guru. Otherwise friendly talk. Friendly talk will not do. 

To accept guru means 

"Now I accept you, guru, my instructor, without any argument," 

and that is acceptance. 

"Whatever you say, I shall do." That is agreement. Then he can be reformed. Çiñyas te 'ha çädhi mä prapannam: 

"I surrender unto you. I become your disciple. Now you train me." 

Then he can be reformed. Otherwise not possible. (break)

Devotee: When we were at school we accept a teacher and he teaches us mathematics or something like this, but when it comes to spiritual life and we accept a guru, people criticize by saying, "Oh, you're not thinking for yourself anymore."

Prabhupäda: Yes, you have surrendered. You say, "Yes, we have surrendered. That is the way." Tad viddhi praëipätena. The first term is "surrender," praëipäta. Otherwise it is not possible. 

If one does not surrender, there is no question of reformation. 

He must voluntarily surrender: "Yes. Whatever you say, I shall do." 

Then things can be advanced. Otherwise not possible. (end) 
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...fact is that Indians cannot work so hard as the Western people can work. 

The climate does not allow. 

India's climate is good for peaceful living, less work, and brain engaged in spiritual advancement. 

That is India's gift. They are not meant for hard work. 

Hard work is not required for anyone. 

This is animal civilization, to work very hard. Then what is the difference between animal and man? A man has to work so hard like animal; then what is the difference? 

Here in the Western countries their climate is also suitable, and they are taught to work very hard like animals. 

And they do that. 

Therefore materially they become so-called prosperous for committing suicide. 

Is it not?

Puñöa Kåñëa: This is true.

Prabhupäda: And materially advanced for committing suicide. Am I right or wrong?

Devotee (1): Right, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Puñöa Kåñëa: You said in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam that if one wants to increase the material standard of living, then they should increase also sex life. And this is what they are doing in India today.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Without sex life one cannot be materially enthusiastic. And if you stop sex life, then you become spiritually advanced. This is the secret. If you stop sex life, then you become spiritually advanced, and if you indulge in sex life, then you will be materially enthusiastic. That is the difference between Western and Eastern culture. The whole Eastern culture is based on how to stop sex life, and here in the Western countries, how to increase sex life. They are eating meat, eggs, drinking wine. These things will enthuse sex life. And as soon as you get very satisfactory sex life, you become enthused to work hard. Therefore karmés, marriage is necessary, because without sex life they cannot work. And for jïänés, yogis, bhaktas, sex life prohibited. Actually they do not know the science of life, this Western civilization. Their life means this body. Their life means this body. That means they do not know what is life. And as soon as the life is gone, the body is there--they cannot explain. This is their ignorance. Why the life is stopped? And they are very proud of advancement. And bring in life again. That they cannot do. That means the whole basic principle is ignorance. Müòha näbhijänäti. Moghäçä mogha-karmäëo mogha-jïänä vicetasaù. Eh? Then?

Harikeça: Räkñasém äsuréà caivam.
Prabhupäda: Ah, räkñasém äsuréà caiva prakåtià mohinéà çritäù. Prakåtià mohinéà çritäù. 

Because they have taken the shelter of prakåti, material nature, 

bewildered and captivated, 

they do not know what is the aim of life--moghäçä, "all baffled." 

Puñöa Kåñëa: So with their advancement of knowledge...

Prabhupäda: What is the advancement of knowledge?

Puñöa Kåñëa: They are increasing sex life, and actually the advancement of knowledge should be decreasing sex life.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They do not know what is knowledge. The knowledge means sex life. That is their knowledge. Advancement of knowledge means how to enjoy sex life, how to take shelter of abortion, child-killing, and then contraceptive method--whole thing on the basis of sex life. That's all. They do not know except these things. They know there is botheration after sex life, but they cannot give it up. Therefore all these arrangements: take contraceptive, kill child, and what... That means the whole thing is based on sex life. That's all. Yan maithunädi gåhamedhi sukhaà hi tuccham. Is that pleasure? They think it is pleasure to unite the urinals. (laughter) And this is pleasure, a standard of pleasure most third class, fourth class. Yan maithunädi gåhamedhi sukhaà tuccham: very abominable. Tuccham, the çästra says, "most abominable." And they take it pleasure, and they make arrangement for this. When the dog enjoys sex life... Therefore they are allowed to do it on the street. People can see it. Is that very nice scene? The same thing is done by the human being, and they are taking: "This is all, everything." This is basic principle of their happiness. That's all. Mohiné, mohiné. This is captivation. And nature has made the woman's face so attractive, beautiful, their breast, their hips, attractive, their sound, talking, singing, all very attractive, walking, and now they are dressing naked. They are showing simply the (private parts), all other parts of the body clothed. This is going on. Whole thing is based on sex life, and that is tuccham, most abominable. Prakåtià mohinéà çritäù. It will take three hundred times births to understand that this sex life is abominable. Therefore it is bahünäà janmanäm ante. Not that immediately, simply by hearing our Bhagavda-gita lecture, they will give it up. It will take many, many births to understand. Bahünäà janmanäm ante. In the Vedic system, sex life is allowed only for begetting children. Therefore they are... Restriction. Allowed, but with great restriction under religious rules and regulation and so many things, garbhädäna. Then the first principle is, even it is taken for begetting child, it is not secret.

Garbhädäna-saàskära. There should be a function, all the brähmaëas and relatives should come, and there will be ceremony, and everyone will know that "This man is going to now sex, have sex for begetting children." This is ceremony, not secretly like cats and dogs. Cats and dogs also, they do not do secretly. A human being do it secretly and do not want the botheration. Therefore their scientific advancement means how to kill the child, how to make abortion, how to take contraceptive pills, how to distribute them, how allow the children, "Yes, you go on, but take these pills so that you may not be bothered." Yes. Why not stop it, botheration? That you cannot, because animals. Because animal civilization, they cannot do it. Kaëòutive manivasi viñaheta dhéraù. Why don't you teach them to become dhéraù, sober--"Let me tolerate this itching sensation"--brahmacäré? That teaching is not good. You do it repeatedly, suffer, and suffer consequences. And to stop it they suffer in so many ways, suffering, suffering. Bahu-duùkha bhajaù. Sex life, illicit or legal, the after-effect is suffering. Even it is not illicit--it is legal--then to take care of the wife or the children, for their education, for their upliftment and so on, so on, so

on--suffering. And if it is illicit, then these sufferings: you commit sinful activities, kill the child, contraceptive, with the abortion, go to the doctor, pay, and so on, so on. So where is no suffering? Either legal or illicit, you have to suffer. Bahu-duùkha bhajaù. Tåpyanti neha kåpana bahu-duùkha bhajaù. These rascals, once they have done, "That's all right. You have got one child. Just take of." "No, again, again." Once you have committed sinful activities, killing the child in the womb, "All right, stop it now." "No, again." Tåpyanti neha kåpana. He's never satisfied. He knows that there is suffering behind this. Still, he'll not stop it. Therefore a sober man... A man should be educated to become sober, that "Let me tolerate this itching, that's all. I save so much trouble." This is knowledge. To become rascal and more rascal and more rascal and suffer, is that civilization? Simply to make the people rascal and suffer and commit suicide? Just tell them that he has created this civilization that suffer and become rascal. That's all. Unless you become rascal, how you will suffer? So keep them rascal and suffer. This is nature's arrangement, that "You living entity, you have forgotten Kåñëa. All right, come under my control. Be rascal, remain rascal and suffer." Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä. Why she is doing that? "Surrender to Kåñëa. Otherwise you will go on suffering like this." This is the nature's way. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi. But the rascal... Because he is rascal, he does not know that "I am under the full control of prakåti, material nature, and her business is to keep me rascal and suffer." And they are advanced in education.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they will say that this so-called suffering is actually pleasure.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Go on pleasure. Who checks you? Enjoy this pleasure. If everything is pleasure, then why you take the counteractive process? Why do you want to kill child? Pleasure? Why do you take contraceptive method if it is pleasure? That is the proof how much rascal they are. Müòha näbhijänäti. Try to understand why Kåñëa has spoken so many times, "müòhas, mäyayäpahåta-jïänä." Kåñëa, the Supreme Lord, is speaking like that. There must be some meaning. Human civilization means to give relief to the human being, comfortable life, not to repeat the same business like the animals. That is human civilization.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We see practically that only the devotees are somewhat free from anxiety.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's a fact. We have little anxieties simply because we have to deal with this rascal world. Otherwise we have no anxiety. But we have taken this mission, to go and approach them, tell them the truth. Therefore we have got little anxiety. Otherwise there is no question of anxiety. Because we are mixing with these rascals--and we have to do that, who have taken this mission--therefore little anxiety there. That is also not very much. But you must know, the whole world is full of rascals and fools. That is not exaggeration. Eh? Or you have got different opinion?

Puñöa Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: Hm? What do you think? Do you agree?

Puñöa Kåñëa: They are müòhas.
Prabhupäda: (laughs) Our verdict is final: "All rascals and fools." Therefore, when I ask these rascals, "Any question?" Stopped. (laughter) "Come on, any question?" What they will question? I challenge them, "Any question?" They know that "We have been proved as rascals." Yesterday, last night, I told that the açocyän anvaçocas tvaà prajïä-vädäàç: "This is the position of everyone. Everyone is fool, rascal. He does not know what is the real problem of life." Nobody said that "Why you are calling everyone rascals?" In Montreal some Bengali gentleman said, "Swamiji, you are using very strong word, 'fools and rascals.' Can it be explained otherwise?" And "No, this is the only word, that you are all rascals and fools. This is the only word to be used." (laughter)

Puñöa Kåñëa: You once said that anyone who has a material body is a rascal.

Prabhupäda: A rascal, that's all. And they are trying to maintain this body, although the rascals know it will not be maintained. You cannot. You are not allowed to maintain, neither you'll be allowed. Still, they are trying. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm. Which is impossible, cannot be allowed, and they are trying for it. How this body can be maintained? "Yes, we are trying. Now the disease has been reduced. Now they are living more days." These are their foolish. They will never say "No, it is impossible." Still, they will support their rascal endeavors. (aside:) No, that's all right.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That is another sign of their rascaldom, that they don't accept that all of their endeavors to maintain the body will be defeated.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are seeing, experiencing. History never says that any man has become immortal, even Hiranyakasipu, and what to speak of these small demons. A great demon like Hiranyakasipu, he could not, and what to speak of these tiny demons? One kick is sufficient to kill them.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They never say that.

Prabhupäda: The European lady will never take a burden on head like this, but Indians, they do. Even respectable family woman, they also carry on the head. You will find many Gujarati. 

Simple living is natural.

Puñöa Kåñëa: How is it that the Europeans especially, they have become the vanguard of rascal culture?

Prabhupäda: Because they are räkñasas. They are eating meat and drinking wine and illicit sex. Räkñasa civilization. Hiraëyakaçipu means... Hiraëya means gold, and kaçipu means soft bed. To learn, this is räkñasa civilization. 

They are searching after soft bed and gold mine, hiraëya.
Devotee (2): We have some guests.

Prabhupäda: Oh, Hare Kåñëa. Aiye. How do you know we have come here?

Indian (3): Well, Kåñëa's grace showed me you were here.

Prabhupäda: Thank you very much. Hare Kåñëa. That... Jaya. Hare Kåñëa. (Hindi) If any question, we are discussing so many things.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Do you have any questions?

Indian (3): This... We've arrived from home, you know. We were at the temple and Bhattasauri says, "Swamiji has gone for a walk at the golf course," so it was quite convenient to find us here. We just rushed up. I said, "Let me rush in to join the walk."

Prabhupäda: So you can repeat what I have spoken. They can hear.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. Kåñëa, He describes so...

Prabhupäda: No, you can play this.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Okay, play back. Comes in handy.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Eh? (Puñöa Kåñëa plays back tape recording:)

Prabhupäda: "They are trying to maintain this body although the rascals know it will not be maintained. You cannot, you are not allowed to maintain, neither you'll be allowed. Still they are trying. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm."

Harikeça: (aside:) The car is there.

Prabhupäda: No, we shall walk. (tape recording continues)

Prabhupäda: "It is impossible. It will not be allowed, and they are trying for it. How this body can be maintained? 'Yes, we are trying. Now the disease has been reduced. Now they are living more days.' These are their foolish. They will never say, 'No, it is impossible.' Still, they will support their rascal endeavors." Modern advancement of science, what actually they have done? We are talking on that point. Simply misleading. The Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura has sung one nice... (tape recorded section accidentally plays) "eating meat and drinking wine." (Prabhupäda and devotees laugh at interruption. Harikeça apologizes) 

That... He says, jada vidy saba mäyära vaibhava. Jada vidyä means material education, the so-called material science. So jada vidyä. Vidyä means education, so this expansion of knowledge means expansion of the influence of mäyä. Jada vidyä saba mäyära vaibhava. And the result is tomära bhajane bädhä. People will forget God. With the advancement of so-called material science or material knowledge, the result will be that people will forget God. And then next, next is anitya saàsäre moha janamiya. "This material world, which is temporary, where we cannot stay, we are already captivated, but this advancement of material knowledge will make me more captive, and I shall work just like an ass." That's all. Now, whether he is right or wrong, tell me. His charge is that advancement of material education is advancement of the influence of material energy, and if you say that "What is the wrong there?" the wrong is that we are already rascals, and this education will make me more rascal. Anitya saàsäre moha janamiya. "I am already captivated in this temporary material world, and these things will make me more advanced to be captivated in this material world." Now this is the version of Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. Now, if you don't like, tell what is the reason. Tell me. Material education... We are already captive under the laws of material nature, and the more we advance in material education, we'll be more and more rigidly captive. So this is the version of Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. What is your answer? Can anyone refute Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, that he is wrong?

Puñöa Kåñëa: People may argue though that without education we can't even read the knowledge that Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura is speaking. How to read Bengali or Sanskrit or English or anything like this?

Prabhupäda: That is real education. We want that you learn from Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, you learn from Vyäsadeva, you learn from Närada. But why you are learning from Freud, from Darwin and such rascals? Education means you should learn from a person who is authorized, who is without mistake, without illusion, who does not cheat, just like we are learning from Kåñëa. That is education. And if you learn from rascals and fools, then what is that education? Education means to learn from the learned person. But if you are learning from a rascal and fool, then what is your education? Education required, but we require what is actually education, which is not cheating. But we are being educated, being cheated. We are working for this body, which I am not. Is that education or it is cheating? If you say, "I am taking my interest," I'll say "I am taking water; I wash daily my shirt and coat." And that, is that knowledge? And what about you? Your food? "I don't care for that. I wash my coat and shirt daily." Is that education? You keep yourself starving and you keep your coat and shirt very cleanse. Is that education? This is going on. Therefore people are restless. He is hungry. What he will do, his cars and this shirt and coat and big building? Why they are committing suicide? Because he is not happy. There is no food for the spirit soul, what he is actually. Is that education? That is not education. So Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura is right when he says, jéba ke karaye gädhä: "This material education means making people more and more asses." That's all. He is already ass because he's in this material world, and the so-called material education means keeping him in that condition more and more.

Indian (4): So after, when he leaves this body and when he takes rebirth again, Swamiji, then he starts off all over again?

Prabhupäda: No, he starts... According to the body he will work. If he enters into the dog's body, he will work as a dog. If he enters in the body of a tree, he will work as the tree: stand up naked without any shame; you cannot protest, your branches will be cut off. So these things are there. What do they know about this science? Kåñëa says, tathä dehäntara präptiù. You have to take a different body. He does not say what kind of body. And you can see by practical experience. There are 8,400,000 different forms of body. You have to enter one of them. That's all. So what you can do? The nature will force you, "Enter this body." It may be a better body or it may be an abominable body, but you have to enter another body. Where is that education that "I'll have to enter another body after death, and let me prepare what kind of body I shall have"? Where is that education? They are blind.
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Puñöa Kåñëa: ...cutting trees.
Prabhupäda: Because they are also living beings, 

so  you cannot take their life unnecessarily. 
You are responsible. (Ed: “I cannot give you protection”)
You can cut trees when they are dried (Ed: i.e. have DIED) like this; 

(Ed: firewood- Manu and Parasara Smrtis)

otherwise not. (break) (

...cutting trees indiscriminately for manufacturing paper, some bundles of papers nobody reads. Every day...

Puñöa Kåñëa: They throw away.

Prabhupäda: They are publishing hundreds of thousands of copies for wasting, and for that paper, it requires so many lives. [ ]

Indian man (1): Don't you think the people are lazy also?

Prabhupäda: Well, you are the same Indian. Why you are not lazy here? It is the government's policy or government's management. You see? To become lazy is the recommendation of the çästra. To become lazy... It is a bad word, "lazy," but actually life means not to work very hard. That is real life. And to work hard for eating, that is animal life, that is not human life. Human life should be very peaceful, without any hard work, and cultivating spiritual knowledge. That is human life, not that, to work hard like hogs and dogs throughout the whole day for find out some stool, where it is. That is not human life. So people are being educated to work very hard. That is not human life. Therefore those who have got money, they build nice bungalow in a secluded place to live peacefully, to become lazy. Is it not?

Indian man (1): Yes.

Prabhupäda: Perfection of life means ultimately you become lazy; you haven't got to work. That is perfection, they say. Otherwise why they get a cottage in a secluded place and live? All these Americans, they go weekend. They leave aside all working, they become tired, hard working, and they go. That is the intention, that you should live peaceful life, not working very hard. That is human life. Huh? Otherwise why they go outside the city at the weekend? Why do they go? Hm?

Indian man (1): They want rest, I suppose. They want rest.

Prabhupäda: So that means lazy.

Indian man (1): No.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Rest means lazy; you don't work.

Indian man (1): If one works five days a week, you rest for two...

Prabhupäda: That is another thing. You have to work to become lazy. (laughter) That is another thing. But the goal is to become lazy. You work five days very hard just to become lazy for two days. That's all. So if you have got means to become seven days lazy, you'll prefer it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But I think people would... Most people would go crazy if they didn't have any work.

Prabhupäda: No, that means their life is not properly conducted. And therefore the word laziness has come. Laziness is not actually the word. Laziness means minimizing the bodily labor and engaged in spiritual work. If you ask people, "Please come to our temple," who is coming? Because he says, "I have no time." But we are not working hard. So real aim of life is to... In German, I think, or somewhere there is classification: "Lazy intelligent, busy intelligent, lazy fool, and busy fool." So at the present moment (laughs) the whole world is full of busy fools. But the first-class man, he is lazy intelligent. Lazy and intelligent, that is first-class man. And second-class man, busy intelligent. And third class means lazy fool and 

fourth class means busy fool. When the fools are busy... Just like nowadays they are busy but they are fools. 

Like monkey, he is very busy. You see? And they prefer to be generation of monkey, busy fool. That's all. 

Fools, when he is busy, he is simply creating havoc. That's all. Better... 

Lazy fool is better than him because he will not create so much harm, 

but this busy fool will simply create harm. 

And first class-man is lazy intelligent. 

He knows the value of life, and soberly he is thinking. 

Just like all our great saintly persons. They were living in the forest, meditation, tapasya, and writing books. All, you will find, lazy intelligent. They are first-class men.

Indian man (1): Not like the monkey jumping from one ...

Prabhupäda: Busy fool, what is the value? He is fool, and he is busy. So nowadays the education is to make busy fool. That's all.

Indian man (1): About the busy intelligent?

Prabhupäda: The second class.

Indian man (1): How does he behave?

Prabhupäda: Busy intelligent means at least whatever he is doing, there is some meaning, busy intelligent. 

And lazy intelligent means he is doing higher things. 

Lazy intelligent means brähmaëa, and busy intelligent means kñatriya. 

So the cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöäm. The society should be divided into four classes. 

The çüdras, they are busy fools. Therefore they are to be guided. They are to be guided. If there are, hundred workers are there, then one leader must be there to give the direction: "Why you are doing this? Why you don't do this?" 

Otherwise he'll create havoc. Busy fool. So the whole world is full of busy fools. 

That's all. In the Bhagavad-gétä you will find that for brähmaëa, çamo damaù satyaà çaucaà titikña ärjavam, jïänam vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma sva... There is no recommendation that "You work hard day and night." The brahminical qualification is controlling the senses, controlling the mind, truthful, clean, knows everything nicely, practical application of the knowledge, 

full faith in çästra and Bhagavän. Jïänaà vijïänam ästikyam. 

These things are recommended, 

not that a brähmaëa should become very busy whole day and night for getting food. So çästra says, "There is no use of becoming busy for your food. 

Food is there already." 

Food is already there. He'll get his food. That is arrangement by God. But they are busy fool. They do not understand the God's arrangement. Only for food they are busy whole day and night like cats and dogs.
Now this land is there. You can...

Everyone can grow food if he works for two months.

Everyone can grow his whole year's foodstuff.

There is so much land. But no, they'll not grow food.

They will grow hammer, manufacturing it. You see? Tire tube, then atom bomb, then this and that. They are busy. They are busy fool. Actually they are fools, and they are very busy. Everyone is busy. There are so many parts in the motorcar, three thousand part, and they are busy in manufacturing three thousand parts of motor parts.

So everyone is busy in producing things unwanted.
But they have created a society in such a way that they have to do that.

Indian man (1): Otherwise they think that they not economically progressing.

Prabhupäda: Huh? What is that economical progressing? So that means busy fool. Fool, they do not know how to satisfy the economic problem. That is recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni: You grow food grains. Then all economic question... But why you are not producing food grains? Why you are producing iron stools and instruments and motor and tire and collecting petrol far away from Arabia? That is...

Kåñëa never says that "You do all this nonsense." He said, "Grow food grains."

Why don't you do that? That means fools. After all, you have to eat. So you are not busy in growing your food, but you are busy in producing tire tubes, motor cars, stools and instruments. Then how you will get your food? Where is your economic? 

First economic is, first  necessity, you must eat.
Puñöa Kåñëa: But with the tire tubes and nuts and bolts they can make a tractor. And the tractor can help produce food, they think, much faster.

Prabhupäda: No, that is a waste of energy.
Because you are eating the bulls, therefore you require a tractor. 

(Ed: OR by using the tractor whilst not engaging the bulls on our farms we are indirectly promoting the killing of bulls.)
Otherwise you don't kill the bulls. This animal will do the business of tractor.

Devotee (4): It will work.

Prabhupäda: But you want to eat them, so you must find out...

Indian man (1): Some other means.

Prabhupäda: Replacement. That's it.

Devotee (4): But man has to progress. (read above)
Prabhupäda: What is that nonsense progress? To become busy fool? That is progress? Do you think it is progress to become busy fool? This is not progress. The progress means lazy intelligent, that he will not have to work but he will get all the comforts automatically. That is wanted. That is progress. Actually nobody wants to work but he is obliged to work because his necessities are not sufficiently met. Therefore he has to work. 
He has created such society that he has to work hard.

Indian man (1): Some of them wants to sit in the office and order the directors, "Do this, do this." They want to be on the head. They want to have peace there, but while they are sitting on the chair, they haven't got any peace.

Prabhupäda: No.

Indian man (1): So they got to order everybody. That's what I believe.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. He has to tax his brain.
Kåñëa has given advice  everything:

"Divide the society into four classes: brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra."

And then the brähmaëas should give nice advice, teacher.

The kñatriyas should govern,

and the vaiçyas should produce food and give protection to the cows, 

and  if there is excess, then trade. 

(Ed: vaisyas, AFTER all orders are subsisting cooperatively i.e. everyone SELF- SUFFICIENT)

And çüdras should help, worker.

Here I see the Europeans, they are working as the kñatriyas, government, and the Indians they are working as vaiçya, and the Africans, they are as çüdras. But where is brähmaëa? There is no brähmaëa; therefore it is not good. It will suffer. 

And if they accept, the government men accept our advice and do accordingly—

we don't want government post, but we can give good advice how to govern—

then everyone will be happy. (Ed: This edict for eating stale food does not apply to prasadam of course, which should be honoured immediately no matter how old it is or how far it has been transported.)
That they are losing. There is no good head. They are simply thinking in their animal way, "Why the Indians should come here?" And the Indians are, "Why whites are neglecting us?" This is going on because there is no good engagement.

So this is ESSENTIAL, 

that the Society should be divided into four classes of men: 

the first-class men--lazy intelligent; 

second-class men--busy intelligent; 

and third-class men--lazy fool; 

and fourth-class men--busy fool.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But we find çüdras even amongst the European class here, even though they are in the governing position.

Prabhupäda: No, we are not speaking "Europeans, Americans, Indians." We are speaking "human being." We never say... Bhagavad-gétä never says that the Europeans should be the first-class men and Indian should be the last... It never says. That is training. Just like engineering college. The European also can become engineer, and the Indian also can become engineer. There is no discrimination.

Similarly, this division of society, that the whole human society,

it should be recruited and trained up... 

THEN (S)society will be all right. 

Otherwise not.

Indian man (1): Is this still possible, Swamiji? Is there still possibility that that can happen?

Prabhupäda: At any moment, provided you agree.
But you do not agree. 
Nobody is prepared to become a brähmaëa.
Everyone wants to become a çüdra. This is the modern civilization...

Indian man (1): When the Aryan civilization was there in the past, Swamiji, were there also such kind of economic problems?

Prabhupäda: There was no economic problem. 

Every time... 

Always THIS

 HYPERLINK  \l "THISsystemSHOULDbeFOLLOWED" 
 system is followed: cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöäm. 

And it is the duty of the government to see that this classification is properly being executed. That is the duty of the government. Secular state means that as you like, you can become. But if you claim to become a brähmaëa, you must act as a brähmaëa, not that you act as a çüdra, bangi, and also you are brähmaëa. No. That will not be allowed by the government.

Indian man (1): The purity must be there.

Prabhupäda: (break) Yes. 

In the whole world you won't find qualified brähmaëas. 

And they are required for guiding the human society.
 So therefore the human society is in chaotic condition. There is no guidance. The çüdras, they make things by vote. And what they'll vote? They're all rascals. What is the value of their votes? So that is going on all over the world. Fools and rascals they vote, and another rascal is selected. And after some time--"Oh, he is not suitable. Get him down," Nixon, and replace another fool, rascal. That's all.

Indian man (1): That is continuously going on.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Going on. The democracy means the selector, the elector, they are all fools and rascals. So how he will select a person who is not rascal?

Indian man (1): Is it possible that every man's life is directed by God, and you're born to do certain things, and you come to be prime minister or something?

Prabhupäda: Yes, there is something like that. But I am talking of, if you depend on God, then why do you keep elections? You are opportunist. Sometimes you take shelter of God and sometimes of your election power. If you are so firm believer in God, then why election? Let God elect. Why you take part in election? Huh? Let God elect the prime minister. Why you are busy in giving vote? (break) God elected Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira. Hm? His plan was that Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira should be king, not Duryodhana. So He killed all the Duryodhana's party and selected Yudhiñöhira: "Sit down here." That is God's election. So why you elect? Depend on God.
Indian man (1): And that comes through lack of spiritual knowledge, Swamiji?

Prabhupäda: Yes, no knowledge. No spiritual knowledge means he is animal. That's all. Sa eva gokharaù. This is the final verdict. One who has no spiritual knowledge, he is no better than these cows and dogs. That's all. Therefore guidance of the brähmaëa required. Why the brähmaëas are selected to guide? Because they have got full vijïäna, jïänaà vijïänam ästikyam, therefore.

Indian man (1): It is very necessary for the brähmaëas. We must have brähmaëas in the society.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. You are very intelligent. Therefore we are creating some brähmaëas. We are not creating the busy fools. No. [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: So the activities of the lazy intelligent are jïäna-vijïäna?

Prabhupäda: Jïäna-vijïänam, yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Not sleep. Not sleep.

Prabhupäda: No. This is the term used, "lazy," but real term is dhéra. The Sanskrit word is dhéra. And everything... Just like high court judge, he is dhéra. He is... Before giving judgment, he thinks three days, silently. That is your... That is not laziness. His brain is working how to give nice judgment. That is required. But because we do not understand what is dhéra, we think that "This man is sitting idly and drawing four thousand rupees." Because we know, "Unless one is active like dog, running there, running there, he is not a busy man." And he cannot appreciate the work of the author, the work of the high court judge. They think they are lazy. Therefore he's using the lazy, but lazy and intelligent. Otherwise he is not lazy; he is dhéra. The word is dhéra. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. 

Unless one is dhéra, one cannot understand that there is soul within the body. (break) Kåñëa uses this word, dhéras tatra na muhyati. 

One has to become dhéra, sober, silent. 

Then he can understand. Not these busy dogs.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But Arjuna is fighting for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: No, no... You try one point. Arjuna's fighting is... That is all right. So what is your question? The subject matter was different. Now you jump over to another. Why?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Hare Kåñëa.

Indian man (1): So everything is in the Bhagavad-gétä. Everything is there.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. 

This understanding, that soul is different from the body, 

it is meant for the dhéra, not for the adhéra. 

There are two classes men, dhéra and adhéra. 

So adhéra means busy fool, and dhéra means lazy intelligent. 

But our, this movement is meant both for the dhéra and adhéra. Adhéra. We can make them really human beings. Never mind he is dhéra or adhéra. It is so nice movement. Dhérädhéra. Kåñëotkértana-gäna-nartana-parau premämåtämbho-nidhé dhérädhéra priyau. It is very pleasing both for the dhéras and adhéras. Why not? What we are doing? We invite people, "Please come here. Chant, dance, and take prasäda." So both the dhéras and adhéras, they will be attracted. Dhérädhéra priya. (break) You cannot make everyone dhéra; that is not possible.

There is necessity of adhéra also. That is also...

But it should be guided by the dhéra.

Indian man (1): Adhéra should be guided by the dhéra.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Adhéra should be guided by the dhéra. Then it will be all right.
Morning Walk                   October 21, 1975, Johannesburg                                                  
Devotee: The big animals also prey on the small animals.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Mutual praising society. That's all. 

"I praise you and you praise me. 

I say you are very big; you say I am very big." 

That's all. And compromise. 

"I don't criticize you; you don't criticize me." That's all. (break)
Morning Walk                       October 25, 1975, Mauritius

Prabhupäda: Miami? (break) ...places were reserved for the sinful man in Kali-yuga. Formerly the Aryans never touched these places.

Harikeça: Africa.

Prabhupäda: Africa or similar, other places. They were living in best places, like India. Now the number of sinful persons are increasing. Therefore they have been transferred here.

Puñöa Kåñëa: America?

Prabhupäda: Anywhere.

Harikeça: So in the warmer climates it seems like a better place for spreading Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: In warmer climate you can live inexpensively, and freely. 

In winter climate, there is no freedom, neither it is inexpensive. Very expensive. [ ]

Prabhupäda: (break) ...the government accept you as guide, then everything will be all right.

Brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.
Tell them that "We are not going to take any salary. You simply take our advice, and govern." The modern legislative assembly, they should be composed of first-class brähmaëas, no salary. Then the government will be first-class.

All of them are after money;

therefore they are trying to capture the power. They have no idea, no desire for the well-being of the citizens. (break)
Morning Walk                           October 28, 1975, Nairobi
Puñöa Kåñëa: Slaughterhouse or no slaughterhouse... They take anything as being good, the governments.

Prabhupäda: Because government "by the people."

Brahmänanda: By the fools and rascals.

Prabhupäda: Yes. "Government for the people, by the people."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Democracy idea.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is democracy.

Brahmänanda: Usually their philosophy is that anyone has the liberty to do whatever he likes as long as it doesn't hurt another, as long as it doesn't infringe on another's liberty.

Prabhupäda: Then how you are killing the animals? (break) ...eat meat 

(Ed: OR drinking their MILK), 

therefore you are killing poor animals. 

(Ed: COWS, bulls AND calves by buying their milk and leaving them to their fate!)

Why you are interfering  other’s life?(break) 

...the best park here. (break) Here there is no such park.

Brahmänanda: Really?

Prabhupäda: Nice park. (break)

Cyavana: ...agricultural.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. All opulent.

Cyavana: Yes. All fruits...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Cyavana: ...and flowers.

Jïäna: Çréla Prabhupäda, in Kenya the great majority of people live in the country rather than the towns.

Prabhupäda: That's nice. "Country is made of God, and city is made by man." That is the remark by poet Cowper.

Jïäna: How may we best expand our movement into the rural areas or into the country areas?

Prabhupäda: So, Brahmänanda, explain our scheme.
Harikeça: Explain our scheme.

Cyavana: About the rural development village program.

Brahmänanda: Of making the men self-sufficient in cloth, foodstuffs, milk products, grains.

Cyavana: There's a map. (break)

Jïäna: ...program like the Christians.

Prabhupäda: Explain how to... Explain.

Brahmänanda: Of having a... Encouraging the people to..., first by having kértana and prasädam. (break)

Prabhupäda: This is the process. Some how or other, they should join, "Hare Kåñëa, Hare..." Then everything... It is not very difficult. Simply induce them to chant. That will make everything success.

Jïäna: We have been spending some time in a small town.

Prabhupäda: Anywhere, hell or heaven, it doesn't matter. You induce people to chant. This is the sum and substance of devotee. It doesn't matter whether it is town, city, village. Wherever you go, you gather people and induce them by flattering them, by falling their, on their leg--some way or other, induce them. Dante nidhäya tåëakaà padayor nipatya. This is the process shown by Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, that "My dear sir, I have come to you with great humbleness, taking a straw in my mouth." Dante nidhäya tåëakaà padayor nipatya: "And falling down on your lotus feet." Kaku-satam kåtva: "And I am trying to please you by so many flattering words." Kåtva ahaà bravimi: "I have got some submission, if you'll kindly hear." So who is that man who will deny? If you fall down on his feet and take a straw and very humbly you pray, "Sir, I have got something to say if you kindly hear," who will deny? Who is that man? Even rogues, rascals, he'll also agree: "Yes, you can say what you want to do." This is the process. Dante nidhäya tåëakaà padayor nipatya kaku-satam kåtva ca ahaà bravimi. "I want to submit. Will you kindly hear?" So any rogue, rascal, gentleman, big, small, learned--everyone will agree. Is it not, if you submit like that, that with great humbleness and flattering him, "Falling down on your feet, I want to submit something"? Huh? What do you think?

Jïäna: I think it's wonderful. Yes.

Prabhupäda: This is the... This is the process. So this is the process. So now, when he will say, "All right, you can say what you want to say," then, he sädhava: "You are a great personality, nobleman." He may be a loafer class, (laughter) but give him all honor: "You are so great and so exalted," he sädhava, "and so honest." He sädhava. "My only submission is that whatever you have learned, you forget. Whatever nonsense you have learned..." Don't say "nonsense." (laughter) But we must know that he is a pakkä,~

rascal, nonsense. (laughs) So don't say directly, "nonsense." Say, "You are the great personality. So kindly, whatever you have learned, forget." "Then what shall I do?" He sädhavaù sakalam eva vihäya durät: "Kick out whatever you nonsense learned." "Then what shall I do?" Now, caitanya-candra-caraëe kurutänurägam: "Kindly be submissive to Lord Caitanya, and chant Hare Kåñëa." This is our program. No argument. Because he is a rascal, what is the use of arguing with him? He's a rascal number one. You know that. You cannot expect any good argument from the rascals and fools. Where is the logic? Their logic is to beat them with shoes. That is the only logic. But that, if you do that, then you'll not be able to preach. But otherwise that is the only logic, to beat them with shoes. Argumentum vaculum. You know this logic? In logic we have read. There is one logic, argumentum... You know this?

Cyavana: That is Latin.

Girl devotee (1): Yes. Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You know? What is that? Argumentum vaculum? Hm? With fools and rascals, with animals, there is no logic. Take the stick and beat them. The dog, if he is a dog, what is the argument with him? Take the stick and beat him; then he will go away. That is called argumentum baculum. That is, Sanskrit logic, also said, murkhasya laöau çädhi (?) "One who is a fool, his only remedy is beating him with stick." This is material. But we are not doing anything material. It is all spiritual. Therefore, especially in this age, Caitanya Mahäprabhu,

amäninä mänadena kértanéyaù (sadä hariù)
So we should preach like this, any rascal, because anyone who has no information of Kåñëa, who is not Kåñëa conscious, he's a rascal. That's all. That we must know. That is definite. There is no mistaking it. But if you say that "You are rascal. There is no mistaking it," then you cannot preach. If you directly call a rascal a rascal, he'll be angry. Murkhäyopadeço hi prakopäya na çanta...: To give good instruction to a fool rascal will increase his anger, that's all." Then you'll not be able to preach. So you have to become very humble, tåëäd api sunécena, humbler than the grass. Just like everyone is trampling over the grass. It doesn't protest, "Why you are going, keeping your leg on my head?" But that is the... Tåëäd api sunécena. Go on trampling. Hundreds' and hundreds' people are trampling over the grass; they don't protest. Tåëäd api sunécena taror api sahiñëunä. The tree is standing. You sit down. When there is scorching heat, you take pleasure by sitting down under the shade. But the reward is that you cut the branches. That is their reward. He gives you shelter, and you cut the branch. 
You cut the whole tree. 

You see? Because we are rascals, we do not know what is gratefulness. 

They are taking milk from the cow and killing. (Ed: WE, by participating)

This is our proposal. So Caitanya Mahäprabhu advises, taror api sahiñëunä--tolerant, humbler than the grass. Amäninä mänadena. Don't expect any honor for your person, but to the others give honor: "Oh, you are most exalted person," although he's a rascal. What can be done? Otherwise you cannot preach. If you call a rascal a rascal, immediately your preaching will be stopped. So you have to say that "You are the greatest intelligent man, sädhu, most honored. The only request is that vou forget what you have learned. That's all. And take this." In this way preaching practical. Otherwise it is not possible. Everyone is thinking he is the most exalted personality, scientist, philosopher, great man. That is material disease. Actually he is being kicked every moment by the urges of the senses, and he is thinking he is very great man. Go-däsa. Go means senses. He is always, I mean, curbed down by the sense urges, and he is thinking, "independent." Independent means servant of the senses. This is going on. So you have to understand the real position of the world, and if you want to preach, then you have to (be) humbler than the tree, humbler than the grass, tolerant than the tree and... We know everyone is rascal; still, you have to give him honor. Then it will be possible to say something. Otherwise it is very difficult. We have to deal with all rascals, fools, rogues, ruffians, all good qualificat..., like. This is... You must know these things. You are dealing with all rascals. So if we call them directly "rascal," they will be angry. Your preaching will not be successful. So follow the principles enunciated by Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté and Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Jïäna: When they ask us about Lord Caitanya, "Who is this Lord Caitanya?" what may we tell them?

Prabhupäda: "Yes, you'll understand. Please kindly chant Hare Kåñëa now. You'll understand." When we say, "Follow the instruction of Caitanya," means chant Hare Kåñëa. What Caitanya said? Caitanya said, kértanéyaù sadä hariù: "Always chant Hare Kåñëa." That's all. So you'll know Caitanya, what He is, later on. For the time being, Caitanya says that you chant Hare Kåñëa. You do it, and then you will be able very easily. At the present moment, simply if you want to know--I explain Caitanya--it will be not possible for you. Better chant. Take His instruction. Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa... Where they are going? To work? 

Girl devotee (1): Yes.

Prabhupäda: What is the time for their joining?

Indian man (2): Between six-thirty and seven o'clock.

Prabhupäda: And how long they'll work?

Indian man (2): They will work up to twelve, one o'clock. Then they go home. Then they come back again at four o'clock and...

Prabhupäda: That is Indian. In India also the servant like that. Then remains up to nine o'clock.

Indian man (2): But those who are far away, they go at six o'clock. (break)

Prabhupäda: (softly) Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa Hare Hare
Hare Räma Hare Räma Räma Räma Hare Hare [ ]
Jïäna: ...to attain the necessary finances to support the programs here.

Prabhupäda: Beg. Sell book. That's all. Otherwise how you get finance?

Jïäna: One idea is to have a farm that we sell fruit or vegetables, like that.

Prabhupäda: If you open farm for financial help, then it will not be successful.
You should take to farming for supporting YOURSELF.

That's all.

Grow your own food. Grow your own cloth.
There is no need of financial help from outside. 

(Ed: SELL for MONEY, OR have BUSINESS to support self sufficiency)

You get your food grains sufficiently,

rice, dahl, wheat, vegetables, milk, sugar. Bas
You get everything.
From these five, six items you should be 

ECONOMICALLY FREE
THAT you have to do,

NOT for trade  to get money.
Then it will be failure.

Indian lady (3): Can we purchase the house for our own staying?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because this is necessary. You must have some shelter; you must eat; you must cover. That is necessary. So you do it.

Grow food FIRST OF ALL to feed your self sumptuously.
You must get strength, and that is needed.

But NOT for trade.
The  policy  should be  that  you should  be  SELF-SUFFICIENT
AND save time for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness.

THAT is wanted.
Yavad-ärtha prayojanam. Yuktähära-vihärasya yogo bhavati siddhi-daù. You shall eat whatever you require for proper upkeep of the body, not eating too much and sleeping whole day. Don't do that. 

Eat only what is absolutely necessary. 

Then you'll never be in want. 

People are engaged in material civilization means they are increasing the bodily demands, unnecessary. Just like this park. 

Why we have come to this park? We like this atmosphere.
So similarly, in villages, everyone, if he has got some land,

he can live simply without any gorgeous building.

What is the use?

Just have a cottage and have garden. You'll live very peacefully.

But they're constructing big, big skyscraper building in the downtown, and they will have to come here by car for some peace of mind, and in the meantime, accident, police. This is the civilization, nonsense civilization. At weekend they will go to the village, country, and during the week-time they will work hard. 

This is their civilization, with the risk of life, 

running motor car eighty miles' speed. 

Every moment there is risk. What is this civilization? 

Most ludicrous civilization. 

So farming means if you live in a farm... Just like in New Vrindaban they are doing.
Produce your own food, live peacefully,

fresh vegetable, fresh grains, F R E S H MILK,

and prepare so many nice milk preparation, kachori, halavä with ghee. 
(ED: NOT from the slaughterhouse. FIRST become self sufficient with grains and milk and THEN)

Offer to the  Deity. 

Eat   sufficiently.

What is the use of going outside? 

Simple life and chant Hare Kåñëa.

If you can organize that, that will be very nice.
Jïäna: A nice program here.

Prabhupäda: Yes. What is this rascal civilization, whole day

"Where is money? Where is money? Where is money? Where is money? Where is money?"

Everyone. Busy means "Where is money? Where is money?"

Just like the hog, he is busy: "What time...? Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool?"

That is not civilization. If you remain always busy, "Where is stool?" like the hog, then what is your civilization? Whole day working, night, nightshift, dayshift, whole day, the same, like hog.

Brahmänanda: They hold more than one job. They have two jobs.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Get money and then drink wine and eat meat and do all nonsense things. This is their civilization.

Jïäna: A farm means also we may engage the people because they are not so...

Prabhupäda: First of all be engaged yourself.
Then they will see the example and they'll join.

Just like in our New Vrindaban. Other men from other farms, they are coming, and they are offered this milk preparation, burfi, sandeña, rasagullä, rabri, so many, halavä. They become: "Oh, so many nice things can be prepared from milk?" They do not know, uncivilized. Cut the animal and eat. A most crude civilization. When people were not civilized, they used to do that.

Civilization means you know, you must know 

HOW TO LIVE

very nicely. 

That is civilization. 

But they do not know even that. (Ed: “we”)

Devotee (8): When chanting our sixteen rounds, we are not sure if these rounds are sincere...

Prabhupäda: You should be sure.

Devotee (8): How can we be sure?

Prabhupäda: There is beads.

Brahmänanda: No, he's saying that when we chant our rounds, how can we be sure that when we chant the round that the round is a perfect, attentive round, sincere?

Prabhupäda: Therefore it is çästra, "You must." There is no question of understanding.

Brahmänanda: The quality of the chanting he's asking. How can we make the quality the best?

Prabhupäda: Quality, you'll understand first of all come to the quality. Without having quality, how he'll understand the quality? 
You follow the instruction of your spiritual master, 
of the çästra. 
That is your duty. 
Quality, no quality--it is not your position to understand. When the quality comes there is no force. You will have a taste for chanting. You will desire at that time, "Why sixteen round? Why not sixteen thousand rounds?" That is quality. That is quality. It is by force. You'll not do it; therefore at least sixteen rounds. But when you come to the quality, you will feel yourself, "Why sixteen? Why not sixteen thousand?" That is quality, automatically. Just like Haridäsa Öhäkura was doing. He was not forced to do. Even Caitanya Mahäprabhu, He requested, "Now you are old enough. You can reduce." So he refused, "No. Up to the end of my life I shall go on." That is quality. 
Have you got such tendency that you will go on chanting and nothing to do? 
That is quality. 
Now you are forced to do. Where is the question of quality? That is given a chance so that one day you may come to the quality, not that you have come to the quality. Quality is different. Athäçaktiù. Açakti, attachment. Just like Rüpa Gosvämé says that "How shall I chant with one tongue, and how shall I hear, two ears? Had it been millions of tongue and trillions of ear, then I could enjoy it." This is quality. 
Quality is not so cheap. Maybe after many births. 
For the time being you go on following the rules and regulations. 
It is being done by force. Where is the quality? 
So you wanted to understand quality. 
This is the quality. 
You'll not be forced, but automatically you'll desire. 
That is quality. 
I am writing books. I am not being forced by anyone. Everyone can do that. Why one does not do it? 
Why I get up at night, one o'clock, and do this job? 
Because I cannot do without it. 
How one will do it artificially? 
This is quality. 
Therefore they like my purports. 
That quality is shown by Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Çunyayitaà jagat sarvaà govinda virahena me. "Oh, I do not see Govinda. The whole world is vacant." Çunyayitaà jagat sarvaà govinda virahena me. This is quality. Just like we have got practical example. One man's beloved has died, and he is seeing the whole universe vacant. Is it vacant? So that is quality of love. So there is no formula of quality. It is to be understood by himself. Just like if after eating something you feel refreshed and get strength, that is quality. You haven't got to take certificate: "Will you give me a certificate that I have eaten?" You'll understand whether eaten or not. That is quality. When you will feel so much ecstasy in chanting Hare Kåñëa, that is quality. Not artificially--"Chant. Chant. Otherwise get out." This is not quality. This is in expectation that someday you may come to quality. That requires time. That requires sincerity. But quality is there. Çravanädi çuddha citte karaye... It will be awakened. Not by force. Just like love between two persons, it cannot be forced. "You must love him. You must love her." Oh, that is no love. That is not love. When automatically you love one another, that is quality. Dora vede(?) prema. And therefore formerly, at least in the Indian society, at an early age they were married. There is no quality in that quality. But gradually, remaining together, the quality of love increases. Then the wife takes care of the husband, and the husband takes care. They become bound up, united in love. That is quality. In the beginning, what the child knows about love? No. But they are allowed to remain as husband and wife. They are thinking that "I have got my husband," "I have got my wife," and as the age increases, the dealings become intimate. Then they become affectionate. That is quality. Not in the beginning there is any quality. It is by the parents' arrangement. That's all. In our day, the marriage was performed when the girl is ten years, twelve years, nine years. Twelve years is very late marriage. My second sister, she became twelve years old. So my mother became so disturbed that "This girl is not being married. Shall I commit suicide?" Yes. You see? My eldest sister, she was nine years old, older than me, and she was married before my birth. And my mother-in-law was married at the age of seven years, and my father-in-law was eleven years. I was married... My wife was eleven years. So in this age there is no question of love. It is not that the husband and wife lives together, no. Unless the girl is grown up, she is not going to the husband. She remains with the father and mother. Sometimes they meet, and the wife is taught, giving some sweetmeat to the husband--official. Official. The parents of the girl: "Just go up to your husband and offer this." So she comes as obedient servant. But gradually they get the connection. In this way the love develops, and when they are fifteen, sixteen years old, they are allowed to live together. Because both of them have already developed that "She is my wife," "He is my husband," psychologically. And there was no question of divorce. The love is so strong, they cannot dream even that "I have to leave my wife," "I have to leave my husband." They cannot dream it. They may fight. The husband and wife fighting, that is not unusual. Therefore Canakya Paëòita says, "Fight between the husband, wife, never take it seriously." Daàpatye kalahe caiva baàbhäraàbhe laghu-kriya: "They'll make all arambha, but it is not very important. Don't take." Next moment they will again live peacefully. So according to Indian culture, there is no divorce. There is no question of divorce. Both the husband and wife, they cannot dream of divorce. The love was so strong. Even Gandhi's life, he fought with his wife and pushed her out of the house: "Get out, I don't want you." And Kasturabhai, she began to cry on the street, "Where shall I go? You have driven me away." Then Gandhi said, "Come on." Finished. (laughter) He has written in his life.

Harikeça: I'm curious about the destination of a neophyte devotee. If a neophyte devotee is with determination endeavoring for purification but he were to meet with death as he is still influenced by the lower modes, although he is seriously trying, then does he take another birth or does he go to Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: No, he has to take another birth. If he is not completely purified, he has to suffer another birth. 

Nobody is allowed to enter into the spiritual unless he is cent percent pure. 

No allowance. 

Then he has to... Therefore it is said, çucénäà çrématäà gehe yoga-bhrañöo saïjäyate. He is given chance, another chance, to take birth in a very pure brähmaëa family or rich family so that he may take again the chance, not in, he is allowed to enter. He is given a good chance again. That is his benefit. Even if you are failure, still, your next birth as a very first-class human being is guaranteed. Not for others. It is only for the yogis. If he is... Therefore it is said that "What is the loss even if he is failure?" Tyaktvä sva-dharmaà caraëämbujaà harer bhajann apakvo 'tha patet tato yadi yatra kva va abhadram abhüd amuñya kim. This verse is very important. Even by sentiment one comes to Kåñëa consciousness and discharges the regulative duties, chants Hare Kåñëa, his next life is guaranteed as a human being. Even he does it for some time--he is not perfect--still, his next life is guaranteed. But others, there is no such guarantee. Even if he discharges his so-called duties, material duties, there is no guarantee that he'll become a human being. (break)

Harikeça: They let him stay in that body and then he went to Håñékeça and performed devotional service and then became perfect.

Prabhupäda: No, he was already perfect, but to increase his desire--"How shall I go Vaikuëöha?"--another time he had to go. He was a perfect; otherwise how he was saved from the Yamadutas?

Harikeça: So if a devotee dies and remembers Kåñëa, although he is not perfect...

Prabhupäda: Unless he is perfect, he cannot remember Kåñëa. That is not possible. That is not possible. That is theory only. He must be perfect. Somehow or other, he fallen, so Kåñëa gives him the chance. That is special concession for devotee. Some way or other, you become devotee. Even if you cannot finish the whole job, if you fall down, still, there is guarantee that you get your birth in a very good society. That is the prerogative.

Morning Walk                     November 21, 1975, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Today the whole world is dominated by demons.
Dr. Patel: Today. The Aryans have become demons.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That... Anyone can become demon.

A demon can  become Aryan,

and Aryan can become demon
by culture. (Ed: no varnasrama) That is one...

Room Conversation                November 25, 1975, Delhi

(break) ...used, Nitäi?

Nitäi: Whenever there is necessity.

Prabhupäda: Compulsory.

Nitäi: Compulsory. When there's rule, vidhi.
Prabhupäda: Therefore it is said, vrajet, "must." Tasmäd guruà prapadyeta.
At least let us inform the whole world that

the process of civilization, education, everything rotten.

That we have to say. (end)

Morning Walk                        December 10, 1975, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: The rascals should not do that.
Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura says, nämäçraya kari thäkaha äpana kärye.
You do  your work but take shelter of harinama.
That is wanted.

Devotee (1): So simple.

Prabhupäda: So simple, yes. (Bengali) Nämäçraya kari, thäkaha äpana karye.
"Go on with your duty,

prescribed duty, (Ed: prescribed by His Divine Grace: the four varnas)

AND chant Hare Kåñëa." (break)

Morning Walk                  December 11, 1975, Våndävana

Akñayänanda Swami: Price has risen and quality has lessened. (pause) Prabhupäda, you know the ISKCON centres you have started they are just like actually Vaikuëöha, they are so nice. Even the Gauòéya Matha centres were not so nice. Just like an installation of Vaikuëöha. They're so clean and nice. (indistinct) ...help becoming devotees by visiting your centers. Becomes almost automatic.

Prabhupäda: Follow the regulative principles, it will remain, always Vaikuëöha.

Other wise again material world.

Akñayänanda Swami: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Free hotel. (laughs)
That's all.
And free hotel will not  endure.
Akñayänanda Swami: No.

Prabhupäda: Svayam eva sphuraty adaù.

By service spirit beginning with tongue Hare Kåñëa.

(Ed: accepting the four varnas, cooperating to eat what is thus produced by offering it to the Lord, eating THOSE  remnants as ACCEPTED by His Divine Grace, chant minimum sixteen rounds offenselessly by strictly follow the principles he outlined.)

Then everything is revealed, Vaikuëöha atmosphere...

Sethji has not come out.

Akñayänanda Swami: Of course we accept, ah, when you tell us to chant sixteen rounds, we accept that figure as being, in perfect faith, that you're the äcärya, but ah, what if others we wanted to convince, is there any, any ah, çästr... Is there any Vedic verse we can refer to to corroborate that at least they must chant sixteen rounds. Or that many number of names?

Prabhupäda: No. In the çästra it is not said like that...

Akñayänanda Swami: I see.

Prabhupäda: It is said, çaìkhy-pürvakaù...

Akñayänanda Swami: Çaìkhy-pürvakaù.
Prabhupäda: You must fix up.
Akñayänanda Swami: Counting.

Prabhupäda: You must fix up in numerical strength.
Akñayänanda Swami: I see.

Prabhupäda: Whatever you can.

Akñayänanda Swami: Yes.

Prabhupäda: But I have fixed up sixteen rounds, because you cannot do. Akñayänanda Swami: That's all we can do.

Prabhupäda: (smiling, touch of irony) Yes. That also is difficult.
Akñayänanda Swami: Yes. (laughing)

Prabhupäda: Otherwise, Haridäsa Öhäkura was chanting 300,000. So, That is not possible. You should not imitate,

but whatever you fix up you must do.
Akñayänanda Swami: Yes. Yes.

Prabhupäda: That is wanted.

Akñayänanda Swami: Yes. I was told in the beginning you asked the first disciples to chant 64 rounds?

Prabhupäda: Yes. I asked them to chant 32?

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Akñayänanda Swami: Is that correct?

Prabhupäda: Çaìkhy-pürvaka näma-gaëa-natibhiù. Çaìkhya purva, or numerical strength must be there. And you should follow rigidly.

Akñayänanda Swami: So if, if we are serious and sincere, it means that that sixteen will increase to, ah, to continuously chanting.

Prabhupäda: You can do also now. It's not that because I've finished sixteen rounds...

Akñayänanda Swami: No.

Prabhupäda: You can increase.

But that sixteen must be finished.
Akñayänanda Swami: Yes. (pause) What I mean is, that's to bring us to the platform of chanting constantly. That at least we do that numerical number, finally we may be able to do, if we're fortunate to chant constantly day and night.

Morning Walk                           December 12, 1975, Våndävana                                                     

Prabhupäda: This declaration of freedom is animal. Animal freedom.

Passerby: Hare Kåñëa, Hare Räma.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa! Thank you. They are struggling for false freedom. This is not freedom. This is becoming entangled. And when we voluntarily give up all freedom, "This is all nonsense! Kåñëa, I surrender unto you." Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän, then he's really wise. When he fully surrenders to Kåñëa.

Caitya-guru: Then he knows, Väsudevaù sarvam iti.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Otherwise how he'll surrender. He must be convinced that Kåñëa is everything, so let me surrender to Kåñëa. Then he is wise. Otherwise he is an animal.

Harikeça: A really wise person could understand that there's no choice but to surrender.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He must. He is already under the control.

Harikeça: He's always controlled at every moment.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But he's... He prefers to be controlled by the laws of nature instead of by Kåñëa. That is his misfortune. He is controlled, but he thinks, "I am free." That is ignorance. Müòha. Just like I am the state citizen. I am not free. I must work according to the state laws. But he (thinks), "I shall... I don't care for government." That is my foolishness. You have to care. At home I can say to my wife, "I don't care for government, I don't care for the police." But when there is crime, when the police comes, then he says "Ohh." (pulls a sad face--laughter) He can be very much proud before his wife, "I don't care for anything." But when the police comes, "What can I do?" (Hindi) There is an example that the, what is called, mürgé? What you call? Toast? No. Host? No. What is called? Mürgé, mürgé? Chicken? The male, male?

Akñayänanda: Rooster.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So the, when in the morning, it is let loose, then he says, "I don't care for any hahaa, cawcaw." Then in the evening, when they are pushed into the, that what is called? Nest? "Cawcawcawcaw. Whatever you like you can do, whatever you like you can do." (laughter) This is the example. You see? When he's under the arrest, "Now sir, whatever you like, you do with me. If you like you can excuse me." (laughter) And when he's out, "I don't care for anyone." Mürgé intelligence. Rooster intelligence. This is our proposal. "I don't care for anyone. I am God." Mürgé logic. Haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëä mano rathenäsati dhävato bahiù, if one is not a devotee, his only business is to remain on the mental platform and concoct things. And at the end he thinks that "I am God." Concoction. Therefore it is said in the çästra, haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëä. One who is not a devotee, he has no good qualification. He is simply on the, hovering on the mental platform.

Hari-çauri: The sixteenth chapter describes it very nicely...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Pravåttià ca nivåttià ca, na vidur äsuräù. 

In  which WAY we have to

direct our activities, 

in which way we shall have to stop our activities: they do not know. Äsuräù janä. 

Because they don't take direction from God. 

They make  their own way of speculation. 

So therefore, they are animals, or demons. 

Because they do not take direction during life, 

therefore at the end Kåñëa comes, 

måtyuù sarva-haraç cäham. 

All mental speculation, creation, is taken away at death. (to passerby:) Hare Kåñëa! It is said, kåñëa nama koro vai ar sabe miche palaiba patha näi yama äche piche: 

take to Kåñëa consciousness, don't try to escape. 

Because behind you there is Yamaraja! (laughs) 

He will finish your all concoction. Hare Kåñëa! (end) 

Morning Walk                    December 14, 1975, New Delhi                                   

Harikeça: But the bird is always looking for food.

Prabhupäda: Everyone is looking, that is another thing. But food is there. He has no arrangement for making industry. (to passer-by) Hare Kåñëa! He has no arrangement for making industry.

Harikeça: Yes, that's why he always has to...

Prabhupäda: Their food is there, he is simply searching out, that's all.

Harikeça: So if we economically develop, we don't even have to search out...

Prabhupäda: No, no, you are opening factories. They are not opening factories. Nature's food is already there. And "Be satisfied, take this." That's all. That much endeavour is required. That is material world.

Harikeça: So in other words he has to look for food, but man has to make a factory in order to look for food...

Prabhupäda: No, he hasn't got to make factory. He has got also food but he... If he does, he is claiming to be more civilized. He has complicated his activities by opening factories. That's all. He has got also food. Let everyone remain in nature's... You take fruit from the trees and drink milk, you are also sufficient. You don't require to cook even. There are fruits. Formerly all the sages they were taking fruits from the trees, and milk from the cows. That's all. They did not even produce food. Like agriculture. No. Whatever nature is supplying, that's all. But you are killing the cows, eating the meat, and producing no food and and making things, complicated. This is your civilization. (a car accelerates past)

Harikeça: It's a lot of fun to drive fast cars and have sex and see movies and... This is fun you know. It's the only way to enjoy!

Prabhupäda: Yes. Enjoyment is there in the cats and dogs. When you enjoy sex in palace and the dog enjoys sex on the street, the value is the same. The taste does not increase or decrease. But you are thinking to enjoy sex in big palace is advancement. That is your foolishness. Actually sex enjoyment in the palace or on the street is the same. It has no difference of taste.

Harikeça: So then we can have sex on the street.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You are going to have that, next life! (laughter) Because you are desiring, you will get this life. Kåñëa will fulfill your desire. Ye yathä mäà prapadyante mäyä... Yanträrüòhäni mäyayä. Kåñëa is within you. You are thinking that I will be very much happy if I enjoy sex like the dog. Kåñëa notes, and next life, "My dear friend here is the body. You enter and enjoy." Éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäà håd-deçe... He is noting down your desire. Håd-deçe 'rjuna tiñöhati. Mäyayä brähmayan sarva-bhütäni, yanträrüòhäni mäyayä. This is clearly explained. Alright, you want the enjoyment like dog, here is. Remembrance is also there. Mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca. You wanted to enjoy sex like a dog. Now I have given you this body, now you enjoy. Everything is there, arranged.

Harikeça: Yes, but dogs they have to lead a pretty miserable life.

Prabhupäda: But you have also, you have got, not living very happy life, this human society. There are others, even Indira Gandhi, she's always disturbed. Who is happy here? I saw personally. Oh, she is so disturbed. Everyone is unhappy. Who is happy here?

Harikeça: I mean, you say that to anybody in America, they'll go, "I'm happy."

Prabhupäda: Everyone is unhappy, America, India, god or beast everyone is unhappy. Ähära-nidrä-bhaya, bhaya means fearfulness. That is unhappiness. Everyone is afraid what will happen next. This is unhappiness. So either you be Indira Gandhi or a street dog, that is nature's law. Nobody is happy. That they cannot understand that there is no happiness, and he's trying to make development for happiness. Actually there is no happiness. This is struggle for existence. Manaù-ñañöhänéndriyäëi prakåti-sthäni karñati, with the mind and the senses he's trying for happiness, but there is no happiness. That is called illusion. That is called illusion. There is no happiness and he's trying to get happiness. Happiness is beyond the senses, material senses. Sukham atyantikaà yat tad aténdriyam grähyam, if you want real happiness that is transcendental happiness, not this sense happiness.

Harikeça: But there is happiness of the senses. When you have sex life...

Prabhupäda: When... Happiness there is, not for the rascals, but for the intelligent. Happiness there is. Unless there is happiness, how we are seeking for happiness? Unless there is immortality, how we are seeking for immortality? There is. But the way in which you are seeking for these things, that is wrong. That is the whole education. Mäyä muni sthitaù. Just like a foolish animal, he is seeking water from the desert because it appears there is water. But that is his foolishness. A human being he knows that there is no water, it is all sand. That is the difference between animal and human being. Therefore if the dog sees another, what is called? He makes a dog in the water, and he thinks another dog carrying a bread and he wants to take it away, so his bread goes away

Harikeça: That's a perfect example.

Prabhupäda: He loses his own bread and there is no other bread. That's all. (Sanskrit) The lion he thought there is another lion within the well, and jumped over it. He lost his life, that's all. This going on. So, he's so strong, lion, it is fabulously strong, but he's animal. In spite of so much strength, he's an animal. Similarly this modern civilzation, in spite of so much so-called advancement, they are simply animals. That's all. A big animal is eulogized by another small animal, that's all. Animal is animal, big animal or small. (pointing out on the road) Just see he hasn't got master, and what is his condition?

Harikeça: Pretty bad.

Prabhupäda: This is çüdra. If anyone depends on the master's mercy, he's a çüdra. Here in New Delhi, these big, big buildings, big, big officers, as soon as the government will fail, they will be street dogs, that's all. Now they are plundering, by official instrument. Now when the government will be finished, they will be street dog. That's all. This is your civilization. Immediately if all of a sudden there is attack in New Delhi, all the people will starve. There is no food at all, and they'll die.

Harikeça: That's a really important point that the government takes more and more, and everybody gets poorer and poorer.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The government is also poor because they do not know how to govern. Buddhi yasya balaà tasya. If one has got intelligence he has got strength.
Harikeça: Change of government means getting poorer.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Harikeça: A change of government...

Prabhupäda: Change of government... Just like they say, a change of theories by the rascals. Change means rascal.

Harikeça: But as soon as a government changes...

Prabhupäda: Anything change means it is the domain of rascals, pandemonium. Just like in Manu-saàhitä it is said that, näsyäà svatantratäm arhati, women should not be given independence. Once said, that is fact. If you want to change, you suffer. That's all.

Hari-çauri: Any deviation from absolute law means immediately suffering.

Prabhupäda: Bas, immediately you have to suffer. (reads sign on building) DTS, what is this?

Haàsadüta: German Democratic Republic. German diplomat.

Prabhupäda: German Embassy?

Tejas: This is going to be the Punjab Bhavan. For the Punjab state government.

Harikeça: You're painting a pretty bleak picture.

Prabhupäda: Paint picture?

Harikeça: The one you're painting of society, and the future.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: There's no hope.

Prabhupäda: No. Unless they take to Kåñëa consciousness, there is no hope, that's a fact. 

There will be more chaotic condition 

and everyone will suffer and perish. 

Ächinna-dära-draviëä gacchanti giri-känanam. 

This is already predicted. I am not painting. 

It is already there, I am simply repeating. That's all. I am not speculator.

Hari-çauri: Actually most of them are aware that they're in a very bad position. Everybody is expecting another war.

Prabhupäda: Yes, just see. This is capitol of India. This is the position. We can know, understand.

Harikeça: The problem is in America, it all looks so nice.

Prabhupäda: That means they are not yet so poverty-stricken.

Harikeça: You ask anyone, tell anyone this in America, they'll go, "Oh well we've had difficult times in the past, but we've always pulled out of it." Like the Depression. They always quote the Depression of the thirties. The Depression and they say then there was the war and everything became better.

Prabhupäda: Then what is the academy? Nonsense. 

They are spending so much money in this kala-kendra, academy, this, that. And no place for Kåñëa consciousness. 

Just see. Such a cultural book of knowledge. 

There is no such institution, Gétä instruction, institute. 

No. This kala bhavan, this kendra bhavan this... They have got so many dance bhavan, and when Kåñëa dances with the gopés, "Ah, that is bad!" The rascals, they do not understand where you have got this tendency for dancing. Because it is there in Kåñëa. That they do not understand. Kåñëa dancing is bad, and my dancing is very good. They will put so many questions, "Why Kåñëa dance with others' wives." "And why your are dancing with others wife, fall-down." Just see. Kåñëa's dancing is mythology and his dancing is fact. Although His life is mythology (indistinct). (laughter) (indistinct) Rabindra Bhavan. What they are doing? Such a big house.

Devotee: Aravindra Bhavan

Prabhupäda: Hm? This is Aurobindo?

Tejas: This is Ravindra Bhavan.

Prabhupäda: What is written there? Ravindra. Ravindra's Gate. Ravindra's gate is, how to enjoy illicit sex. This is his gate. He introduced mägha-melä, inviting young boys and girls to dance together. And taking this opportunity, he was enjoying young girls. That was his purpose. They would come, the young girls would come, Ravindra (Bengali), grandfather, and he'll, "Alright you sit down on my lap." That's all. This is Ravindra Bhavan, to become debauch. And if you teach young man debauchery, he can attract millions. There is no doubt of it. The pride(?) philosophy. Hm? Debauchery. Allow sex without any discrimination. (observes passing hand drawn cart) Economic development. Where is economic development for these men? There, when there was no economic development, the same taila and poor people with black cloth was there, and now the same thing is still there, so where is development?

Tejas: It's increasing actually.

Prabhupäda: Nature's law you cannot check. It must go on. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù. Bhägavata says, "Don't try to improve all these things, it is not possible. Improve your Kåñëa consciousness. That will be benefit for your life." (sees another sign) Sangeet (indistinct). Means you can dance. And when our men dance, what do they call? Crazy, crazy. [ ]

Devotee: ...is starting to sell, to make more money. It's not very big (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: No. He has done a mistake so he wants to rectify it. He wants to bring money, (chuckles) but if the money is lost, it is lost, let him come back. What is there? A life saved is more important than save the money. So if I could know the address... (to passerby) Hare Kåñëa! Then I could write.

Bhägavata: Well, we can... Revaténandana, I think is staying in the, by Los Angeles, right near San Diego. San Diego or... I thinks it's San Diego or that other one, Laguëa Beach.

Prabhupäda: So I wanted to write him a letter.

Bhägavata: Revaténandana might be able to give you the address.

Prabhupäda: (greets a man in Hindi) Jaya! Ha. Våndävana hogya. No, if you know Revaténandana's address, he can forward.

Devotee: Yes, he can forward.

Harikeça: Çyämasundara told me that he wanted to make millions of dollars for you so that he could...

Prabhupäda: Yes. (chuckles) And I am thinking when making millions of dollars, 

he may not be lost. (to passerby) Hare Kåñëa, Jaya! (break) 

...millions of dollars, I shall do. I have got money. 

I want one soul saved, that is more than millions of dollars. 

Conversation on Roof                       December 26, 1975, Sanand

Prabhupäda: So write.

Harikeça: You so completely destroy the opposition, it's very hard to say anything more.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That you have to prove. You can eulogize your Guru Mahäräja, but you have to learn it and face the public and be strong to defend yourself. That is success. Not by praising your Guru Mahäräja. You'll praise your Guru Mahäräja. That is not very difficult. But be victorious to the opposing elements. Then you will praise your Guru Mahäräja nicely. At home, you can praise your Guru Mahäräja, and Guru Mahäräja be satisfied, "Oh, my disciples are praising me." That is not very.... That is good. Respectful. That is the qualification. But you have to fight. Then your Guru Mahäräja will be glorified.

Harikeça: The problem nowadays though is that I met some of these Socialists on the train, and I would ask them, "What is your philosophy?" and they would just smile and...

Prabhupäda: There is no philosophy. They're cats and dogs. What philosophy they have?

Harikeça: They don't know their philosophy. So how can we defeat them?

Prabhupäda: The philosophy classes are being closed now in the universities.

Harikeça: It is useless.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They're thinking it is useless, simply mental speculation. And Bhagavad-gétä says, tattva jïänärthaà darçanam. Philosophy means to find out the ultimate truth. That is philosophy.

Harikeça: But actually this is the proof of Marx's philosophy...

Prabhupäda: No. Therefore I say the dialectic. The dialectics should proceed further. They have ended this, that the workers should be the proprietor.

Harikeça: So now the, the, the, there's no philosophy. So the workers, they are simply frustrated. Now they're going to rebel and revolt without any philosophy.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That will be natural. 

Because if you cannot LIVE perfect philosophy, (Ed: see below)

then they will revolt. 

Andha yathändhaiù... 

You are a rascal, and 

you're trying to lead other rascals 

with some rascal philosophy. 

How long this rascaldom will go on? [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa says, "I am the proprietor." But they'll not accept it. Kåñëa says, the real proprietor says, that "I am the bhokta. Sarva-loka-maheçvaram [Bg. 5.29]." But they are so rascal that they will deny the existence of Kåñëa or God, or the real proprietor. They claim to be proprietor for a few days, and they, by one slap of Kåñëa's hand, they finished all proprietorship, and they are going, struggling. This ignorance is prevailing all over the world. Does not know who is the proprietor, how I became proprietor, how I shall be enjoying. Nothing. The same thing, the dog philosophy: if the dog secures a morsel of bread, he's thinking, "I am proprietor." Another one snatches: "I am proprietor." This is going on. But the dog has no sense that none of us will be proprietor. So when you know who is the proprietor, then this Éçopaniñad.... 

Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä. Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]. Everything, God's property. 

You enjoy for livelihood what is given to you. That's all. 

THAT is perfect philosophy. 

"I am the proprietor." That was the system in Vedic civilization. God is proprietor. 

King is the representative of God. He knows.... 

He gives you some land, 

that "You take this land, 

produce your livelihood, utilizing this land, and whatever you produce,

 one fourth give me." 

Not a fixed tax. "If you produce, one fourth is mine. 

If you don't produce, there is no tax." 

This was the system. 

And that includes all tax. No botheration. So people were God-fearing, honest, simple-dealing. 

So "I have produced a hundred mounds of rice. 

The king, you can take twenty-five mounds. That is my obligation." 

And king

By distributing that grain, 

he maintains the whole government.

Jayapatäka: This is our land here.

Prabhupäda: Which one?

Jayapatäka: This, with the wheat. We have a tube well there. We irrigate these lands. There are six and sixty, twelve bigas... [break] ...last year's harvest. We haven't had to purchase any wheat this year.

Prabhupäda: The capati we eat, that is our wheat?
Jayapatäka: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Very good, yes.

Jayapatäka: [break] ...béghä is also ours.

Prabhupäda: This one?

Jayapatäka: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What you have grown there?

Jayapatäka: Chick peas.

Prabhupäda: Oh, that's nice.

Chick pea, capati, gur-

 ...possible for us to challenge the whole world that "You are all fools." 

Huh? Is it possible?

Harikeça: Yes.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Based on the scripture. You can show Vedic...

Prabhupäda: No, no, they don't care for Vedic. That is another foolishness. You have to present. 

You HAVE to PROVE  them  fools 

 HYPERLINK  \l "PRACTTICAL" 
by PRACTICAL. 

And otherwise, "Who cares for your Vedic instruction?" they will say. Why they should... "We have got our own instruction." That is preaching. If you quote simply Vedic literature, they will think, "We can quote many others."

Morning Walk                          Mayapur, February 4, 1976
Hådayänanda: It is said in Bhagavad-gétä, sa guëän samatétyaitän. 

So when a devotee becomes very advanced, 

does that means that he should not feel a particular, 

an inclination  to do a particular work  but simply  want to serve Kåñëa?
Prabhupäda: Yes. Otherwise how they can give up sex life? Unless he is liberated, how he can give up sex life? [ ]
...So all these penances, silence, meditation, then studying the Vedic literature, and so many things are there. Prahläda Mahäräja, in one word he says, "They are meant for ajitendriyäëäm, one who could not conquer over the senses, for them." 

And for a devotee, one who is actually pure devotee of Kåñëa, 

he is sa guëän samatétyaitän.
Not that a tiny devotee can claim that he has overcome the influence of this world. 

No. This is called paramahaàsa. 

Sa guëän samatétyaitän. 

Not that because you have taken to devotional..., 

you have become immediately.

The process has BEGUN immediately, curing process.

But we should not think that we have become perfect.

That is wrong.

Yajïa-däna-tapaù-karma na tyäjyam.
Therefore you must follow the regulative principles.

As soon as you become a rascal— "Now I have become advanced.
I don't require to chant sixteen rounds.

I can do 

 HYPERLINK  \l "thatisDEMONIACperson" 
whatever I like"—

Then he has gone to hell.
Up  start, immediately he becomes paramahaàsa.
He's a rascal.

He was given the path of becoming paramahaàsa. 

One is admitted in the school, he must learn, and one day he will become M.A. 

But simply by entering in the school, if he says, "I am M.A.," that is rascaldom. 

This is a chance. To become jitendriya is very difficult task. But it is easy if he immediately becomes a pure devotee. Anyäbhiläñitä-çüëyam: "Everything make zero, all desire, except Kåñëa consciousness." That is wanted.

But that does not become   very easily done.
One has to try very rigidly; then he'll be paramahaàsa.
Therefore amongst the devotees, there are three grades: kaniñöha-adhikäré, madhyama-adhikäré, and uttama-adhikäré.
So if the kaniñöha-adhikäré thinks that "I have become uttama-adhikäré," then he's a rascal. He's a rascal.

If he wants to imitate the uttama-adhikäré, then he's a rascal.

Hådayänanda: Is that cheating propensity?

Prabhupäda: Not cheating. Foolishness. It may not be cheating, but he does not know. Arcäyäm eva haraye püjäà yat çraddhayehate... What is that? Na tad-bhakteñu cänyeñu...
Hådayänanda: Bhaktaù präkåtaù.
Prabhupäda: Sa bhaktaù präkåtaù småtaù. The beginning is arcä, arcana. And because he was given the chance of arcana, if he thinks that "I become paramahaàsa," then he's a foolish. It will take time. The process is there. Therefore preaching is madhyama-adhikäré. 

One should take to preaching work gradually. 

When the preaching... Preachers, they have got discrimination, "Here is abhakta; here is bhakta." But in the paramahaàsa stage, uttama-adhikäré, he sees "Everyone is devotee. I am not devotee." That is uttama-adhikäré. Just like Kaviräja Gosvämé said, puréñera kéöa haite muïi se laghiñöha. Sanätana Gosvämé said that "I am born in low-grade family. My work is low grade."

Morning Walk                          February 5, 1976, Mäyäpura

Hari-çauri: But if he gave us the material world to enjoy, then why do we have to suffer here?

Prabhupäda: No, no, enjoyments... You do not know what is enjoyment. You suffer. Just like you are voracious eater. You eat and then suffer. Then no eating. That means you are nonsense. You do not know how much to eat. Just like you require little salt with your food, and if you put one ser of salt, then that is your foolishness. Because salt has to be eaten, it does not mean that you bring the whole ocean to make it salty. 

Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä [Éço mantra 1]. 
That is the instruction.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So if you know how to...

Prabhupäda:
Whatever direction is there, you take that.
The medicine is given. Doctor gives direction. "So many drops you can take." Now you say, "Oh, the good medicine. Let me eat the whole thing. I become cured immediately." Then you die. 

You have to take, enjoy, but according to direction. 

God does not say that "You don't enjoy." You are, what is called, änandamayo 'bhyäsät (Vedänta-sütra 1.1.12). A living entity means änandamaya, enjoyment. But that änanda, where it is permanent änanda, how we have to reach that permanent änanda, that is being taught. Otherwise, you foolish, you'll eat the whole medicine and die. That's all.

Therefore  the  varëäçrama-dharma.
Varëäçrama-dharma means  that is real 

 HYPERLINK  \l "THISissttheHUMANcivilization" 
human civilization.

There is direction that "You enjoy like THIS." 

(Ed: what is allotted to you as charity, tax, etc of the production via cow and bull protection)
And if you become (Ed: or remain as) mlecchas and yavanas, then you'll not enjoy.

You simply suffer.

You do not know how to enjoy.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So if one abides by the law of God, then he can become happy.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: God has made that arrangement.

Prabhupäda: That is stated in Viñëu Puräëa.

varëäçramäcära-vatä puruñeëa paraù pumän viñëur ärädhyate panthä nänyat tat-toña-käraëam [Cc. Madhya 8.58]

That is said, varëäçrama-dharma.

Therefore, according to Vedic civilization,

unless one comes to the regulation of varëäçrama-dharma,

that is not human civilization.

That is actually the fact. That is the same dog's society. That is going on.

If there is no brähmaëa, qualified brähmaëa, who will give  direction? 

(Ed: according to sastra, guru, sadhu and train up the varnas?)

There is no... If there is no kñatriya, then who will give protection? 

(Ed: especially from thieves in positions of leadership, and check to see that nobody is claiming to be something that they are NOT, i.e. are UNQUALIFIED for?)

If there is no vaiçya, then who will produce food? 

(ED: strictly only for the other qualified varnas through the  protection cows and bulls ?)

And if there is no çüdra, then who will work for general assistance? 
(Ed: for THAT food?)

THIS  is scientific.
Harikeça: You have defeated us all again.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Harikeça: We are all defeated.

Prabhupäda: You?

Harikeça: Everyone.

Prabhupäda: Without varëäçrama-dharma there is no civilization. 

Yes. They are trying to abolish this under the name of "caste system." It is not caste system. Caste system, or whatever you call, there must be these four division. Not four, eight.

This is general, that brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.

Then, according to the brahminical culture,
the spiritual,

brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsa.

And after sannyäsa,  (Ed: then “Make Vrndavana” as vaisnavas)

then  spiritual life, complete, çuddha-sattva. Hare Kåñëa.

So you have to establish varnasrama.

Varëäçramäcära. Äcära. Äcära. Varëäçrama äcära. Yes. Because the aim is... Again we come to the... Just like state affairs going on, but ultimate aim is to keep the government satisfied. Then you'll get everything nicely. Similarly, the supreme government or supreme governor is God. That is your duty, to keep Him satisfied. 

THEN you 

 HYPERLINK  \l "NOWgettTHEKRSNAINTELLIGENCE" 
get all direction, all facilities  and life. 

That is the aim.

Morning Walk                       February 26, 1976, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: ...no more desire of material enjoyment he is fit for sannyäsa.

Any one who sees: "Oh, this car is very nice.
This beautiful wife is very... A very beautiful woman is very nice,"

he should not think of taking sannyäsa.
Viña-bhakñaëäd apy asädhu: "Such desires is most abominable, more than taking poison." To commit suicide by taking poison is most abominable thing, because he's going to be a ghost. He'll be punished to become a ghost, those who commit suicide. Or, if one is suddenly killed and he has so many desires, he becomes ghost. Therefore viña-bhakñaëa, taking poison, and die untimely, is most abominable, or commit suicide. By the material law also, to attempt to commit suicide is criminal. You know that?

Devotees: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is criminal. (Bengali) If you take sannyäsa... Just like there are so many sannyäsés, for filling up the belly. Wherever you go they give some alms. But in..., outside India, who cares for the sannyäsé? 
Then why you should be eager to take sannyäsa and cheat yourself? 
You cannot cheat others, but you can cheat yourself.

Hådayänanda: Outside India a sannyäsé will starve.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) So I do not know why our disciples are so anxious to take sannyäsa, at least those who are outside. 
Everyone comes: "Give me sannyäsa." What is the idea?
Jayapatäkä: Freedom from authority.

Prabhupäda: Eh? Eh? Who cares him, for authority.

Jayapatäkä: No, they, they don't want to take order as brahmacäré. If they're sannyäsé they think they can do as they feel.

Gopäla Kåñëa: They all want to become leaders.

Prabhupäda: So what kind of leader? If you cannot lead others, what kind of leader?
Jayapatäkä: That's why a brahmacäré should...

Prabhupäda: If you mislead them,

if you mislead them, then what is the use of taking leadership?

ayapatäkä: That's why that system where a brahmacäré is recommended for one year and then he proves himself by doing some extraordinary preaching work is a very good system. Otherwise, anyone just comes and by pressurizing and begging and pleading, then they try to take sannyäsa. Then they don't stay to the path.

Prabhupäda: Sannyäsa means ultimate success, 
because this human life is meant for becoming disgusted with this material life: 
"No more." 
Material life means to take a body and enjoy this material ähära-nidrä, sleeping twenty-four hours, eating like elephant, and sex life like a monkey, these animals. This is material life, eating, sleeping, mating, and always afraid of. This is material life. And human life means to take freedom from these four things: no more afraid, no more sex, no more hankering after eating or sleeping. That is success. Everyone... You'll see in the sparrow in the morning. They're enjoying sex. So this is material life: eating, sleeping, mating and fearing. Ähära-nidrä-bhaya-maithunaà ca. And spiritual life means to become free from all this nonsense. That is spiritual life. They do not know what is spiritual life. The whole world, they do not know what is spiritual life. This is spiritual life, to become free from these four abominable things.

Hådayänanda: They are trying to increase these four things.

Prabhupäda: That means cheating themselves.

What is the use of taking sannyäsa and cheat yourself?
Material life means punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30], repeatedly doing the same thing. Either as human being or as monkey or as a small ant or the demigods, but doing the business is the same, four things: eating, sleeping, mating and fearing. In different scale, doing the same business. Therefore it is called punaù punaù, "again and again," carvita-carvaëänäm, "chewing the chewed." If one is sober, he thinks that "These four business, I have done many, many lives, as sparrow, or as jackal, or as demigod, and I have got this human form. Again I am doing this? So what is benefit of this human form of life?" This is sense. "I got this valuable life, and I am still doing the same thing as dogs and cats and sparrows? Then what is the difference between me and the dogs?" That is sense. "What is my better engagement?" That better engagement is Kåñëa consciousness. Then his life is successful. 
Otherwise what is the use of...? 
Again become a sparrow. 
Again wait for millions of years to come by evolutionary process to the human form of life. 


You see? This is going on. 
Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisram [SB 7.5.30]. Because they cannot control the sense, they are going in the darkest part of this material existence.

Dayänanda: Çréla Prabhupäda, it seems that in youth the desire to enjoy is so much stronger than in old age.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Dayänanda: It seems that in youth it is, the desire to enjoy is stronger than in old age.

Prabhupäda: That is foolishness. An old man is still stronger, but instruments are finished. He cannot enjoy. But the desire is there. You don't think that old man has got less desire than the young man. He has got the desire, but his instrument is finished.

Hådayänanda: So much frustration.

Prabhupäda: Not. He cannot use the instruments for enjoyment.

Hådayänanda: So he's frustrated.

Prabhupäda: Frustrated? Everyone. Whether young or not, everyone is frustrated. He says that the desire in old man... It is expected because he has gone through the gåhastha life. Gåhastha life is a concession for sex life. That's all. It is not needed. But those who are unable to avoid it—"All right, have for some time. Then become sannyäsé." This is the process. It is not needed. So in old age, after going through these stages, brahmacäré is learning how to stop this sex life, and then, if one is still unable—"All right, take concession for twenty-five years. Then give up this habit. Then take sannyäsa." So that is the process, one who has gone through the stages, expected that he has no more... ära näré bapa (?) "I have done..." But generally, those who are not trained up, their desire is not diminished. They have got the... That you see in your country, Western country. Seventy-five, eighty years old, they are going to the nightclub.

Hådayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Paying hundreds and thousands of dollars. Where is the...? He has lost all capacity, but still, he'll go. Still, he'll go. This is called punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. In the club, the son is also dancing with the girl, and the old father is dancing, and by chance, they come in contact. The Western civilization is for this, ähära-nidrä-bhaya-maithuna, eat voraciously, and all become diabetics. They have got diabetes club, association. That means... What is this? Diabetes is the result of voracious eating. That's all. In old age it becomes very prominent because he eats voraciously, but he cannot digest. And all these foodstuffs becomes... What is called? Glucose?

Hari-çauri: Right.

Prabhupäda: And then diabetes. The beginning-ähära, eating. That gentleman, that doctor who has given us that review, he has. He's very learned man.

Indian man (1): Mr. Shannam?

Prabhupäda: No, no. From France.

Devotee (2): The professor.

Prabhupäda: Hm. He has mentioned, "From the Vedic standard, we are all uncivilized. We Westerners are uncivilized." He has admitted that. Actually they are.

Dayänanda: Yes, they will be shocked when they find this out because the idea is that...

Prabhupäda: Now, just like a man is suffering from tuberculosis, and if his physician says that "You are attacked with tuberculosis," then he'll shocked. But the fact is there.

Dayänanda: They think that the Vedic culture is uncivilized.

Prabhupäda: They think because they are foolish rascals. They do not know what is the value of life. Big, big professor, he said, "Swamiji, after death everything is finished. There is no soul." Professor Kotovsky. This is their education.

Dayänanda: And then they wonder why their sons become hippies and act like monkeys. Even though they are civilized, their sons are acting like monkeys.

Prabhupäda: Actually we are introducing
the Kåñëa consciousness movement
to make the
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 Western people 

 HYPERLINK  \l "theREALculture" 
civilized. Yes. (ED: varnasrama dharma)

So YOU should take it very seriously and behave with responsibility.

If you also want, become  again like that, 

then how you'll be able to preach?

Then  what is  the use  of  preaching?
[Break] ...process.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayapatäkä: So is it necessary to be fixed up to take sannyäsa, or one should take sannyäsa to become fixed up?

Prabhupäda: To become fixed, become sannyäsé,

the other three processes are there, to become brahmacäré, to become gåhastha, to become vänaprastha, stage by stage.
But if one is able, he can take sannyäsa. The stages are there, but if one is very competent, he can be given sannyäsa. And that competency is also very simple. If you become fully Kåñëa conscious, then you can immediately become competent. Sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate [Bg. 14.26]. As soon as you fully engage yourself in Kåñëa consciousness, then immediately you become more than a sannyäsé.

Jayapatäkä: Your Divine Grace is so merciful because the Western people, they are habituated to so many bad habits which weren't existed, existing in the Vedic time amongst the higher classes. Still, you are introducing all these things for them. Many times devotees, they don't take that seriously.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Hare Kåñëa. (Bengali) Ñaòbhir bhaktiù prasidhyati. What is this? [break] ...our field or some other field, but food must be there. If you don't eat sufficiently, how you'll be able to work? Yuktähära-vihärasya. We are not after dry speculation. Practical. Eat sufficiently. Work sufficiently. Don't be lazy. But the danger is if you eat more than sufficient, then you'll sleep sufficient. Therefore yuktähära, as much as you require, take it. Don't take more; don't take less. This is the law of nature. Just like salt. You salt require. But if you take more, it is useless, and if you take less, it is useless. If in the vegetable the salt is more, then it is uneatable; if it is less, uneatable. Take as it is. It is not that "Because there is ocean of salt, let me three pounds' salt." That is going on. "Oh, it is available? Now let me eat." And then he becomes sick.

Dayänanda: For somebody who can work more, then he can eat little more.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Dayänanda: If somebody can work more, then he can eat more.

Prabhupäda: No. Work more and work less doesn't matter. If he's actually hungry, he can take. Work must be there. If he does not work, what is the use of eating?

Jayapatäkä: This program...

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayapatäkä: The difficulty that every person has not got the same mentality... One...

Prabhupäda: That... That will depend on the preaching of the sannyäsés. What is this? Frame?

Indian man (1): It's a hot iron building, Prabhupäda.

Hari-çauri: It's the wrong type of renunciation.

Prabhupäda: There is no renunciation. There is sense gratification. "I like this." That's all. He is thinking that "I am so renounced," but he's still satisfying his senses. That's all. As soon as we manufacture something, that is sense gratification. "I want to fulfill my desire. That's all." That is sense gratification. It may be I sit down on the tree, or I may sit down on the palace. That is sense... The basic principle is sense gratification. The other day I was talking about hérä-cora and kñérä-cora. Hérä means diamond. And kñérä means...

Devotees: Cucumber.

Prabhupäda: "I shall steal. I shall steal one cucumber." And another one thinks, "If I steal, I shall steal the diamond." But the stealing propensity is there, hérä-cora or kñérä-cora. "Well, I am stealing one..., only one cucumber. That is not very dangerous." But, but to the eyes of law, both of them are criminal, either you take hérä or kñérä. Big thief and small thief, that's all. Thief. You are thief. So we manufacture concoction that "Yes, I have got this stealing propensity. So I'll not steal diamond. I'll steal kñérä, not hérä." This is only mental concoction, but he is a thief.

Jayapatäkä: I think this side's...

Prabhupäda: Hm ?

Jayapatäkä: So gåhastha life is Kåñëa allowing us to steal kñérä?

Prabhupäda: Hm? Yes, kñérä-cora. The prostitute-hunter is hérä-cora, and he's a kñérä-cora. That's all.

Hari-çauri: [break] ...sense gratification that comes from renouncing like that, that's like the Mäyävädés.

Prabhupäda: Eh? Eh?

Hari-çauri: By artificial renouncing everything, they're actually simply another form of sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: Not artificial. It is a process. We have to give up this sense gratification. Go through a process to trained up. Just like sometimes in the club there is artificial swimming. Is it not? Artificial swimming. That is not swimming. But to practice something.

Hådayänanda: Or the...

Dayänanda: But sometimes people who renounce like that, they become very proud. What is that?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Hm.

Jagad-guru: Çréla Prabhupäda, are you pleased when your disciples do things like that?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jagad-guru: Are you pleased when your disciples do things like that...?

Prabhupäda: Artificial?

Jagad-guru: Well, such things as Sharma Prabhu's doing.

Prabhupäda: I do not know. What is that? What is his question?

Devotee (2): He asked if you're pleased if your disciples do things like Sharma, if they, like, go to live in trees and do artificial renunciation?

Prabhupäda: No, he's trying. That's all. But active service is more important.

Hådayänanda: Hm. That is your example.

Prabhupäda: But something is better than nothing. If he goes, goes away to practice somewhere else, better give him chance to practice this. He's not doing anything bad. That is good. That is... But the better service is to be active servant, servitor.

Hari-çauri: That's your mercy on us.

Prabhupäda: Caitanya Mahäprabhu, personally He gives example. He could have done at His home. Why He took sannyäsa and went out of home?

Devotee (3): We have one boy at the temple, Çréla Prabhupäda, and he doesn't want to do any work. He simply reads, and he says that "I will not do any work now, but when I become realized by reading," he says, "then I will engage in work."

Prabhupäda: No, no, he's reading. That is working. If he's... But he is sleeping, that is another thing. In the name of reading, sometimes we sleep. If that is not done, it is all right. He's reading. That's all right. But if he shows that "I am reading," but he's sleeping secretly, that is bad. To see that he's not sleeping, he's actually reading.

Indian devotee (4): He's life member also, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: :Hm? Anyway, if he's doing something, that's good.

Hari-çauri: I read where you said that if one simply reads, though, one cannot become realized in the philosophy. One has to actually do something practical, and then the realization will be there from what he has read.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayapatäkä: [break] ...are nondifferent.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayapatäkä: Service and reading are nondifferent?

Prabhupäda: Yes, if one is actually reading. Just like Rüpa Gosvämé. He was reading. Nänä-çästra-vicäraëaika-nipuëau. But he must be expertly reading, not as a book worm, expert.

Jayapatäkä: And on the other hand, sometimes devotees are only engaged in service, and then, without reading, and they...

Prabhupäda: But every, everyone... You cannot expect everyone is capable for reading.
Jayapatäkä: They have desire to read, but they have no opportunity. And then in their service, they become... They lose sight sometimes, where they, because of fallen condition, they cannot remember Kåñëa in their service. But while reading, one can easily..., cannot help but remember Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: If he cannot remember Kåñëa, he will sleep. That is the test. When you have seen so many reading but sleeping, that means there is no Kåñëa. Yähäì kåñëa tähäì nähi mäyära adhikära. Sleeping is mäyä, so if he's thinking of Kåñëa, there cannot be sleeping.

Jayapatäkä: No, I'm talking not about the reading half, but the service half.

Prabhupäda: Service also... Everything depends on advancement in Kåñëa consciousness. If Kåñëa is there, either you read or work as a coolie, the same thing.

Jayapatäkä: You instructed that service is as good as reading, but only... We see that devotees only doing service without reading, then they become agitated in their mind.

Prabhupäda: That means there is no Kåñëa. The real disease is there is no Kåñëa. Therefore he'll be agitated, either reading or working.

Jayapatäkä: So how can they, the Kåñëa...?
Prabhupäda: That, if they...

One must go through this practice.
Everyone must attend the ärä..., maìgala -ärätrika.

One must attend this. 
One must attend this. 

Otherwise no prasädam.
If one says, "I am sick," no prasädam. "You are sick. You cannot digest. That's all." And sick, sleeping, and at the time of prasädam, voracious eating, that is not sickness. If you are sick, you cannot take food. Don't take. (end)
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Prabhupäda: The engagement must be there.

Hådayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: It can be organized. The children should be raised Kåñëa devotees. The woman can be engaged. Everyone can be engaged. I can give you suggestion if you can execute.

Hådayänanda: Çréla Prabhupäda, we were thinking that it would be nice to have the cities, city-centers, for the preachers, and those, for example, 
women, children, it's much easier to maintain them on our farms. 
That way they can do a little work and produce their own food and...

(Ed: HELP in the fields under the supervision of qualified vaisyas, preferably husbands)

Prabhupäda: Yes, in the farms they can live and do some handwork. 

Hådayänanda: Yes.

Guru-kåpä: They won't do it, though, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Hådayänanda: They must do.

Prabhupäda: Then you don't allow. Don't allow that. Don't allow.

Guru-kåpä: That's good.

Hådayänanda: Maintenance is much more simple, easier, less expensive for them on a farm.

Prabhupäda: If they do not follow the rules and regulations, 

then  what is use?

Hådayänanda: We were thinking that unless someone is a preacher, he has no real business in the city. Let him go have a peaceful life out on the farm.

Yaçodänandana: It has been seen that when many householders come together in many of our big communities, because there are so many women and children, there is a great atmosphere of laziness a lot of times. I have seen in Los Angeles and also in many other temples. But when there's a lot of brahmacärés preaching, it's much more enlivening.

Prabhupäda: So now you make some regulation. Otherwise... Attending class? No.

Hådayänanda: Excuse me?

Prabhupäda: They attend class?
Gargamuni: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Gargamuni: Yeah, they attend aratikas and class because there's no other activity there.

Prabhupäda: No, that is also good.
Gargamuni: No, they should attend. They are attending. I have... We had nice... Bhakti... Your Guru Mahäräja appearance day, we had nice program. Some people came...

Prabhupäda: Everyone should be engaged. That's all. No idle life. That should be... Karma jyäyo hy akarma-kåt. (sic) What is that? Çaréra-yäträpi te na prasiddhyed akarmanaù. Ah. Niyata.... Niyataà kuru karma tvaà karma jyäyoù' akarmanaù, çaréra yäträpi te. Kåñëa never encouraged laziness, never encouraged. [break] "...people are maintaining some lazy men." Then everything will be spoiled.
Gargamuni: That boy, Mahendra, told me when you, he came back. I met him in Germany. He said that you remarked that our society is not love-making society. But there are so many of these things are going on, and there is...

Prabhupäda: Yes, I have seen In Våndävana. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is association, a mass movement. [break] ...our boy, especially boy, in solitary place, then spoiled. Then the mäyä is there immediately. That is very dangerous. (end)
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Gopäla Kåñëa: ...for getting a big display inside. And I got him to agree to only seventeen point five percent commission, which is very reasonable.

Prabhupäda: All right. Let them send. (break) ...is compared with a rose flower without flavor. Man with education is compared with the koi. (cuckoo bird) Kokilänäà svaro rüpam. The bird, koi, is very black, but his sound, sweet, so sweet, everyone likes. Kokilänäm svaro-rüpaà vidyä-rüpaà ku-rüpanam, näré-rüpaà pati-vrataù. And woman's beauty is how she is chaste and devoted to the husband. That is beauty, not personal beauty. Vidyä-rüpaà ku-rüpanam. And education is the beauty for the brain. And the beauty of the koi is her sweet voice. Kñamä-rüpaà tapasvinaù. And those who are saintly person, they should be simply forgiving. That is their beauty. Forgiving. Kñamä-rüpaà tapasvinaù. Did Christ said that "Father, they did not know..."?

Haàsadüta: Yeah. "Forgive them, for they know not what they do. Forgive them for they know not..."

Prabhupäda: Just see how much forgiving. This is saintly character. They're killing, and still forgiving. Kñamä-rüpaà tapasvinaù. Christ is very ideal character, but these Christians, they not dignified him--degraded. So you can get on?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yeah. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...how to respect food grain. 

This is Kåñëa consciousness. 

Everyone should understand, "This food grain is supplied by Kåñëa for our living. 

How can I disrespect?" This is Kåñëa consciousness. 

Therefore we say, prasäda-sevä, not "prasäda eating." Prasäda-sevä. Prasäda should be accepted as Kåñëa. And our eating means to serve Kåñëa. "Kåñëa has given. Eat them. Yes. That's all." 

kåñëa baòa dayämaya, karibäre jihvä jaya sva-prasäda-anna dila bhäi sei prasäda-annämåta khäo, rädhä-kåñëa-guëa gäo

And at the same time also chant, "Oh, Kåñëa is so kind. We are hungry, we are so greedy, and He has given so nice prasädam." This is Kåñëa consciousness.

Pusta Kåñëa: Sometimes we have difficulty discriminating where the enjoying spirit stops and where the service spirit begins, especially when we take prasädam.

Prabhupäda: No, you should remember it is Kåñëa's mercy. Then it is all right. Actually everything is Kåñëa's mercy. Without Kåñëa's mercy, you cannot live even for a moment. You should always remember. Kåñëa bado dayämaya. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Kåñëa badä dayämaya karibäre jihvä jäya, sva-prasäda-anna dila bhäi.

Hari-çauri: So if one cooks according to one's own tastes, and then offers it to the Deity, that is not so good.

Prabhupäda: Oh, you have to learn this now?

Hari Sauri: No, I'm just parrotting.

Pusta Kåñëa: So is it that everything we do, are we trying to make some mental adjustment, that "We're taking prasädam..."?

Prabhupäda: Mental adjustment is nonsense. No mental adj... Actual. Mental adjustment is material. 

You have to follow the orders of superior. 

(Ed: cooperate through vasrnasrama to grow food, offer to the Deity and EAT)

There is no question of mental adjustment. (break) 

You get all your necessities of life from the earth. 

Now, you get food, you get drinking water, you get shelter,  bamboo. 

These things will... You get cotton. 

So what is that slogan? Kapara...?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Roöi kaparä makän.

Prabhupäda: Ah, everything, yes. Roti is there, kaparä is there, and makän is there. And wherefrom it is coming? Sarva-käma-dughä mahé. From earth. 

Why you are after factories? (Ed: buying food)

The mother earth is giving you everything. Therefore he's called mother. Seven mothers... One of the mothers is this earth. Dhenu dhätré tathä påthvi sapteti mätari småtäù. Dhenu means cow, and dhätré means nurse. Tathä påthvi. Påthvi means this land. 

So they are taking care of the land, nationalists, and killing the other mother, dhenu. 

A rascal civilization. If you are taking care of mother, you must take care of all mothers. 

No, they are mad after the land, (Ed: to own it and be in charge)

but killing the other mother, dhenu. (Ed: by not being self sufficient & buying food)
This is called rascaldom. (break) ...to give all comforts to the human brother, and they are sending the animal brother to slaughterhouse. What is this Communist? If you are Communist, if you are equal to all your brothers, why you should discriminate? And our communism is that even there is a snake in your home, you must see that he is not starving. This is spiritual communism. 
Nobody likes snake. Everyone kills. 

But çästra says, "Even a snake is there at your home, you must see that he's not starving." 

This is communism, perfect. 
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Prabhupäda: Niyamagrahaù is not good. Niyama means regulative principles. And niyama-ägrahaù is niyamägrahaù. Ägrahaù means not to accept. And niyama-ägraha. Ägraha means only eager to follow the regulative principles, but no advancement spiritually. Both of them are called niyamägrahaù. So the basic principle is that niyamägrahaù is not recommended. 
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Tamäla Kåñëa: There's been a feeling that all year their hard work has all become worthwhile simply by coming here.

Prabhupäda: Hm. Yes. Make it more.... Therefore I wanted first of all this house, not the temple, because where they'll stay? They'll come to the temple. Where they will stay? If you get staying place, then you can act your brain and improve. And if you are harassed--no place--then brain will not work. 

Therefore I wanted first of all  the residential place. 

(Ed: varnasrama farms, “the house in which the whole world can live”)

And they criticize me, "Oh, you did not construct temple first." 

And a temple of the devotees is first, our temple. 

Then God. God will come if there are devotees. Tatra tiñöhämi närada yatra gäyanté mad-bhaktäù. Unless there is devotee, where is God? God is not a stone. Any stone is God? Unless there is devotees, there's no God. 

Therefore, without devotee: 

the idol, this is idol worship. 

That is not worship. Therefore they cannot understand what is the form, what is the distinction between form of the Lord and idol. They do not know how to worship in devotion. Ye yathä mäà prapadyante. They are thinking, "It is stone, and God is remaining here, stone. He will never speak," because they are not devotee. If you become devotee.... Just like Säkñé Gopäla. For devotee He went to give witness, "Yes, I'll walk." That is God. And if you are not devotee, how you can expect the stone statue is walking? You have read that Saksi Gopal? [ ]
Jayapatäka: They have big umbrella overhead.
Prabhupäda: Yes, they did it. They did it in South India when I was there.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In Nellore. That was wonderful.

Jayapatäka: We can make such arrangement?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Äcäryopäsanam. That is in the Bhagavad-gétä. Äcäryopäsanam. It is not self-aggrandizement. The äcäryopäsanä goes to Kåñëa directly. Therefore it is needed. Not that it is a pompous thing. Äcäryopäsanä. Kåñëa says. That is the way of knowledge. Yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau.
Païcadraviòa: How does that work, that if somebody has the association of a pure devotee for only a lava, one-eleventh of a second, that he attains all perfection?

Prabhupäda: If he is so sincere.... Just like dried wood immediately ignites. And if it is moist, it does not. It is the quality of the wood. One takes three hundred years; one in three minutes. That's it. (break) 

One is dry from the material moist of contamination, he becomes immediately ignited in spiritual...

Tamäla Kåñëa: What is that drying process?

Prabhupäda: Drying process is for many, many years one has tried to become Kåñëa conscious, for many, many lives, bahünäà janmanäm ante. When he actually becomes man of knowledge he surrenders unto God. Otherwise he is lost. His drying process may take three minute or three millions years.

Guru-kåpä: But that knowledge that Kåñëa is everything comes by Kåñëa's mercy, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa's mercy is already there, but if you are not able to take it...

Païcadravida: Then you don't even have to hear from a self-realized soul. Simply by seeing him you can become completely purified.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Both required. The matches must be also all right, and the wood must be also. Then there is fire. If one of them is defective, then, it will not.... But when you go to the fire, you become dry. 
But willfully we put again water. 

This nonsense business

 HYPERLINK  \l "otherwiseFORTHETIMEBEING" 
  makes us late. 
This process is already there, how to become dry. But instead of taking the process, we put water. Then how it will be ignited? 

The rules and regulations is the drying process. (Ed: please keep reading)

But without following the rules and regulation, if you again become a victimized by mäyä, then there is water and again dry it. So this is going on, watering and drying, watering and drying. No staightforward process for drying. That will help. But difficulty is that we dry and again water.

Viñëujana: Çréla Prabhupäda, how did Choöa Haridäsa achieve perfection by killing himself after apparently pouring water on his devotional creeper by talking to a woman?

Prabhupäda: His instance was that even an associate of Caitanya Mahäprabhu can fall down. And if one falls down, his punishment is that, suicide. There is no other punishment. He must commit suicide. This is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's instruc.... Otherwise he is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's personal servant. He cannot fall down. But Caitanya Mahäprabhu showed this instance that "Even one is My personal servant, he can fall down." And if anyone by any cause he falls down, his punishment is he must commit suicide. This is instruction.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Very strict.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. "You have fallen down? You must commit suicide. No more My association."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Is that the same as in the Bhagavad-gétä where Kåñëa says, "For one who is honored, dishonor is worse than death"?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is another thing. Caitanya Mahäprabhu personally taught this. To be victimized by mäyä is possi.... There is possibility.... Just like Jaya and Vijaya. They were gatekeepers in the Vaikuëöha. They also fell down, Hiraëyakaçipu. So this falldown, there is possibility in any moment because we are very small. We can be captivated by mäyä at any moment. Therefore we shall be very, very careful. And if you fall down, then punishment is you make suicide. That's all. Then next life we shall see.

Satsvarüpa: But Çréla Prabhupäda, in The Nectar of Devotion it says devotional service is so pure that there's no präyaçcitta necessary. Just again engage in your service.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is not präyaçcitta. This is exemplary punishment. He was not liable to be punished, but they played that "This is the.... This should be done."

Guru-kåpä: He did not kill himself immediately. He waited for a year.

Prabhupäda: He was waiting if Caitanya Mahäprabhu would accept him again. But when he saw that Caitanya Mahäprabhu is not so lenient, he committed suicide. Vajräd api kaöora. Harder than the thunderbolt and softer than the rose. This is the position.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But, Prabhupäda, if you were as strict as.... If you were that strict...

Prabhupäda: No, I am not Caitanya Prabhu. I am not.... Why you are comparing me? I am an ordinary man.

Guru-kåpä: So in ISKCON, if someone falls down, it means that he should commit suicide?

Prabhupäda: No.
Gurudäsa: We wouldn't have much of a movement, then.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We're too attached to our bodies anyway, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: No, no, if he falls down, 

that is automatically suicide. 

If he falls down, that means it is suicide. 

He got the chance. If he falls down, that is suicide.
Guru-kåpä: Spiritual suicide.

Prabhupäda: Spiritual suicide. 

If one gets the chance of becoming eligible for going back to home, back to Godhead, 

and if he commits mistake and it is stopped, is it not suicide?

Guru-kåpä: You once gave the example, Çréla Prabhupäda, of taking your plane off the ground and then bringing it back to land again.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Guru-kåpä: You once gave the example that you take your plane to a destination, and you have to turn around and come back and start all over again, take off again.

Prabhupäda: There are so many. Dåòha-vrata. 

Bhajante mam dåòha-vrata.  
So we should be very strong-minded and continue our devotional service very strongly.
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Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. So why you are becoming paramahaàsa? This is paramahaàsa dress.

Lokanätha: Yeah, I have to dye it today.

Prabhupäda: Don't become paramahaàsa immediately. Paramahaàsa is the last stage of sannyäsa. First stage is kuticaka. Second stage is parivräjakäcärya. Third stage is.... No, first stage is kuticaka. Then second stage is bahudaka, bahudaka. And third stage is parivräjakäcärya, and fourth stage is paramahaàsa. Therefore paramahaàsa stage is the topmost.

Morning Walk                         March 12, 1976, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: (break) ...are also engaged in serving Kåñëa. They give flower, and they're offering: "Take this flower. Offer to Kåñëa." This is service, dedicating. This is explained by Kåñëa to Balaräma while going through the Våndävana forest, that "Just see how the trees are welcoming You, how the birds..." You have got that picture?

Hrdayananda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is seeing that, how everyone is ready to serve. Similarly, Kåñëa-bhakta also sees how everyone is eager to serve Kåñëa. (break) 

...engage them rightly, that is leadership. 

Yes. Otherwise andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. As a blind leader is leading other blind men, this whole world is going on like that. They do not know how to properly lead the people. Misleaders. (break)

...grains, cows,

all they should be  very properly taken care of
and the products offered to Krsna.

Everyone should be engaged as Kåñëa's servant. (Ed: including the bulls and cows)
That is Våndävana. 

In Våndävana everyone is engaged how to please Kåñëa. 

That is Våndävana.
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Prabhupäda: ...to eat yourself, sufficiently, and if there is excess, then question of trade, väëéjyam.
Otherwise, if there is no excess, where is the question of väëéjya? You are starving. 

(break) Then we shall. THERE I S  N O  EXCESS. 

(break) ...will spoil everything everywhere. (break)

"The government men will take up the policy of plunderers and rogues," that is stated.

Dasyu-dharma. Dasyu means plunderer. He catches: "What you have got, give me." This will be government. "What you have got, give me." Bas. You cannot say anything. "Law." Plundering is law. Then where is your government? If killing is law, plundering is law, then what is this government?
Government means to give  security to the property and life.
So when the government will make law, "I can take your life whenever I like,

and I can plunder your property as I like,"

then where is the law?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The government's duty, then, is to protect.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is government. That is kñatriya. Ksat träyate iti kñatriya. Kñat means injury, and one who gives protection from injury, he is kñatriya. Just like Parékñit Mahäräja. As soon as he saw a cow is attempted..., immediately he said, "Who are you, rascal? You are trying to kill this cow in my kingdom?" That is kñatriya. And nowadays, even if I kill you, the police will see from there; he'll not come. This is government. And when the finished killing, then he will say, "Who is this man?" He'll note down, "A man is killed." And then inquiry, and then finished. Who is the man killed and what is happened? Nothing of the sort. Inquiry and finish. Big commission report.


Morning Walk                        March 19, 1976, Mäyäpura
But Vedic civilization says, "All right, as soon as woman is widow, let her remain as a saintly woman— no more sex." [ ]
Lokanätha: In Bhägavatam, Çréla Prabhupäda, you are mentioning that prostitute is needed in the society.

Prabhupäda: Yes, for the rascals. Otherwise they will pollute the innocent girls. The innocent girls.... That is the policy of the Western civilization, that "Let the karmés enjoy new, new girls and be energetic to produce machine." This is the European civilization, American civilization. Because the karmés, unless they have sufficient sex intercourse, they cannot work, so this is the policy: "Let all the girls remain open." They.... "Let them use and produce atomic bomb. Show your brain." The.... Just like the marriage.... According to Vedic civilization, marriage is allowed to the karmés. It is not that marriage allowed to the sannyäsé or brahmacäré. The karmés require sex. Therefore.... Why marriage is allowed to the gåhastha? Why not to the brahmacäré, vänaprastha or sannyäsé? Why it is not recommended? Because the karmés require that enlivenment. Therefore they are allowed to marry. So in the European civilization it is only karmés. There is no question of brahmacäré, vänaprastha or sannyäsa. There is no such idea. Therefore they want new, new girls. And that they have kept, this artificial law.

Païca-draviòa: Outlawing prostitution.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And no prostitution. And no prostitution, what means? That means there is prostitutes in the society.

Païca-draviòa: Everybody's a prostitute.

Prabhupäda: Now, the Vedic civilization is "All right, you are not satisfied, one woman, don't pollute the innocent girls or in the home. Go to the prostitute." Still, in big, big cities, there is a quarter, prostitute quarter, still. They are professional prostitutes.

Païca-draviòa: What was the Vedic punishment if somebody broke these moral principles?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Païca-draviòa: What was the Vedic punishment if somebody broke these moral principles?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Païca-draviòa: What would be the punishment in a Vedic society if somebody...

Prabhupäda: Oh. Picture, Fifth Canto. 

You see the description of the hell.
Païca-draviòa: Hell. But I mean, within the society itself, there was punishment there also from the king?

Prabhupäda: Everyone who will commit sinful activities will be punished. 
That is nature's law. 
Exactly like that: If you infect some disease, you must suffer from that disease. The nature's law is so strict, and it is going on. It doesn't require any supervision. The supervisions are already made so perfect. You infect this disease: you suffer from it. That's all.

Païca-draviòa: In.... In the society, if somebody would be...

Prabhupäda: Anywhere, if you break the laws, you suffer. Anywhere.

Devotee (2): Prabhupäda, science has develop methods where they can have sense gratification and.... Just like if they get some disease they can give them some medicine, and then the disease goes away very easily. So in this way, they're actually giving more facility for more sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: So do you like to accept it, that disease? Therefore it has been condemned, präyaçcitta. Perhaps you have read it in the beginning of Sixth Canto. Präyaçcitta... Parékñit Mahäräja condemned, "What is the use of this Vedic präyaçcitta if it is suffering, again and again? Then what is the use?" That he has condemned. But präyaçcitta vimarçanam. Therefore the rascal should be given knowledge that "You are attacked with some disease. Very good. You are injected with some medicine. You are cured. Then again you are attacked. So why you are going in this way? Stop it." And that is knowledge. That knowledge is also not perfect, because even a man in knowledge, he knows that "If I go to prostitute, I'll be attacked with syphilitic poison, and last time I had the same trouble. I had to spend so much money." But still he'll go, because he has no knowledge. So even one has no knowledge, if he takes to Kåñëa consciousness, then he becomes detestful: "Oh..." That is the, mean, gift of bhakti.
kecit kevalayä bhaktyä
väsudeva-paräyaëäù
aghaà dhunvanti kärtsnyena
néhäram iva bhäskaraù
That the whole world is dark, misty. So you can invent so many means. Just like they have got, what is called, crackers? In the mist? Sometimes that is blown so that warn people that "Don't come here. There is danger."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Flares.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So you can invent so many means of curing the danger. But as soon as the sun is there, immediately all mist is over. Similarly, we have invented so many medicines and counteractions for so many things. But if one becomes a devotee, all these troubles immediately....

That is the only one medicine. He has no more any inclination.

Svämin kåtärtho 'smi varaà na yäce: "No more I want." And that is wanted. (break) ...asmi varaà na yäce. One should be fully satisfied: "No more I want this material disease. That's all. Enough of it." That mentality required: "I don't want anything material facility."
Sannyäsa means that, that

"I shall live with the minimum necessities of life and simply devote..."

That is sannyäsa.
"I shall become a sannyäsé and enjoy all material facilities"—

that is not sannyäsa.
(break) ...recommended that "If there is no need, don't take even cloth. Remain naked." That is sannyäsa. But because we have to preach, because we have to go the people, therefore some covering. Otherwise, this is also not necessary for a sannyäsé. Nothing. Lie down on the floor like the Çukadeva Gosvämé said, and take water in your palm, no dress. Çukadeva was also not dressing, naked. That is the perfection of sannyäsa.

…If you do not follow the rules and regulation, 
you go to hell. That's all.

Woman devotee: Prabhupäda, how can Lord Çiva get intoxicated and be so pure?

Prabhupäda: We are not concerned with Lord Çiva. We are concerned with Kåñëa.

Room Conversation                         October 14, 1975, Johannesburg

Prabhupäda: Neither we are after false followers. 

If you agree, then you come. If you agree—"No illicit sex, no... Yes..." Why? There is no "Why?" You have to accept it. Then you come to me. That's all.
If you like, you come; 

if you don't like, go away. 

I don't care for you. 

This is our policy. There is no "why?" 

You may say, "dogmatic," 

but it is not dogmatic but it is standard from Bhagavad-gétä, from Vedic literatures. 

Striya-suna-pana-dyuta yatra papas catur-vidhäh: [SB 1.17.38] 

"Wherever there are these four kinds of sinful activities, 

oh, that is very dangerous place." 

So we have taken it.
SB 7.12.13       TRANSLATION

All the rules and regulations apply equally to the householder and the sannyäsé, the member of the renounced order of life. The gåhastha, however, is given permission by the spiritual master to indulge in sex during the period favorable for procreation.

PURPORT

It is sometimes misunderstood that a gåhastha, a householder, is permitted to indulge in sex at any time. This is a wrong conception of gåhastha life. In spiritual life, whether one is a gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsé or brahmacäré, everyone is under the control of the spiritual master. For brahmacärés and sannyäsés there are strong restrictions on sexual indulgence. Similarly, there are strong restrictions for gåhasthas. Gåhasthas should indulge in sex life only in accordance with the order of the guru. Therefore it is mentioned here that one must follow the orders of the spiritual master (guru-våttir vikalpena). When the spiritual master orders, the gåhastha may accept sex life. This is confirmed in Bhagavad-gétä (7.11). Dharmäviruddho bhüteñu kämo 'smi: indulgence in sex life without disobedience to the religious rules and regulations constitutes a religious principle. The gåhastha is allowed to indulge in sex life during the period favorable for procreation and in accordance with the spiritual master's order. If the spiritual master's orders allow a gåhastha to engage in sex life at a particular time, then the gåhastha may do so; otherwise, if the spiritual master orders against it, the gåhastha should abstain. The gåhastha must obtain permission from the spiritual master to observe the ritualistic ceremony of garbhädhäna-saàskära. Then he may approach his wife to beget children, otherwise not. A brähmaëa generally remains a brahmacäré throughout his entire life, but although some brähmaëas become gåhasthas and indulge in sex life, they do so under the complete control of the spiritual master. The kñatriya is allowed to marry more than one wife, but this also must be in accordance with the instructions of the spiritual master. It is not that because one is a gåhastha he may marry as many times as he likes and indulge in sex life as he likes. This is not spiritual life. 
In spiritual life, one must conduct one's whole life under the guidance of the guru. 
Only one who executes his spiritual life under the direction of the spiritual master can achieve the mercy of Kåñëa. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. If one desires to advance in spiritual life but he acts whimsically, not following the orders of the spiritual master, he has no shelter. Yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi. Without the spiritual master's order, even the gåhastha should not indulge in sex life.

SB 7.11.28 TRANSLATION

A chaste woman should not be greedy, but satisfied in all circumstances. She must be very expert in handling household affairs and should be fully conversant with religious principles. She should speak pleasingly and truthfully and should be very careful and always clean and pure. Thus a chaste woman should engage with affection in the service of a husband who is not fallen.

PURPORT

According to the injunction of Yäjïavalkya, an authority on religious principles, äçuddheù sampratikñyo hi mahäpätaka-düñitaù. One is considered contaminated by the reactions of great sinful activities when one has not been purified according to the methods of the daça-vidhä-saàskära. In Bhagavad-gétä, however, the Lord says, na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamäù: [Bg. 7.15] "Those miscreants who do not surrender unto Me are the lowest of mankind." The word narädhama means "nondevotee." Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu also said, yei bhaje sei baòa, abhakta-héna [Cc. Antya 4.67], chära. Anyone who is a devotee is sinless. One who is not a devotee, however, is the most fallen and condemned. It is recommended, therefore, that a chaste wife not associate with a fallen husband. A fallen husband is one who is addicted to the four principles of sinful activity—namely illicit sex, meat-eating, gambling and intoxication. Specifically, if one is not a soul surrendered to the Supreme Personality of Godhead, he is understood to be contaminated. Thus a chaste woman is advised not to agree to serve such a husband. It is not that a chaste woman should be like a slave while her husband is narädhama, the lowest of men. Although the duties of a woman are different from those of a man, a chaste woman is not meant to serve a fallen husband. If her husband is fallen, it is recommended that she give up his association. Giving up the association of her husband does not mean, however, that a woman should marry again and thus indulge in prostitution. If a chaste woman unfortunately marries a husband who is fallen, she should live separately from him. Similarly, a husband can separate himself from a woman who is not chaste according to the description of the çästra. The conclusion is that a husband should be a pure Vaiñëava and that a woman should be a chaste wife with all the symptoms described in this regard. Then both of them will be happy and make spiritual progress in Kåñëa consciousness.

S.B. 5.26.20 TRANSLATION

A man or woman who indulges in sexual intercourse with an unworthy member of the opposite sex is punished after death by the assistants of Yamaräja in the hell known as Taptasürmi. There such men and women are beaten with whips. The man is forced to embrace a red-hot iron form of a woman, and the woman is forced to embrace a similar form of a man. Such is the punishment for illicit sex.

PURPORT

Generally a man should not have sexual relations with any woman other than his wife. According to Vedic principles, the wife of another man is considered one's mother, and sexual relations are strictly forbidden with one's mother, sister and daughter. If one indulges in illicit sexual relations with another man's wife, that activity is considered identical with having sex with one's mother. This act is most sinful. The same principle holds for a woman also; if she enjoys sex with a man other than her husband, the act is tantamount to having sexual relations with her father or son. Illicit sex life is always forbidden, and any man or woman who indulges in it is punished in the manner described in this verse.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.25                   Hawaii, January 21, 1974

So tad-vijïänärthaà sa gurum eväbhigacchet. So there, how to learn from guru, that is also stated. Tad viddhi: try to learn from him... Tad viddhi praëipätena. First of all surrender yourself. You cannot go to any person for learning anything where there is no sense of surrender. I accept a guru, but in my mind I remain independent, "Oh, why shall I abide by the orders of guru?" That means there is no surrender. There is no surrender. It is false. It is just to satisfy some motive, but that will not help. If you have got any duplicity in your mind, then you'll never be successful in any field of activities. So the process is... Tad viddhi praëipätena [Bg. 4.34]. Must be surrendered. Praëipäta means prakåñöa-rüpeëa nipäta. And therefore, unless you find somebody where you can fully surrender, don't accept guru. That is cheating. Unless you are fully confident that "I am surrendering to this person. He is... Actually he is superior to me. He can give proper knowledge..."

So therefore the process is before accepting a guru, one must hear him at least for one year. And when he's convinced that "Here is actually a guru who can teach me," then you accept him, guru. Don't accept whimsically. This system now should stop that somebody's coming for three days—"Prabhupäda, initiate him." Why? First of all see whether he's fit for becoming a disciple; then recommend. Otherwise, don't recommend. Because the chief recommendation is creating havoc. One is not fit for becoming a student, disciple, and he's accepting discipleship, and after three days he's going away. This should not be allowed. Therefore, in the Bhakti-rasämåta..., er, Hari-bhakti-viläsa by Sanätana Gosvämé it is directed that the spiritual master and the disciple must meet together at least for one year so that the disciple may also understand that "Here is a person whom I can accept as my guru," and the guru also can see that "Here is a person who is fit for becoming my disciple." Then the business is nice. Because the business is tad viddhi praëipätena [Bg. 4.34], one must be prepared to surrender. 

So unless that character is there, surrendering, how he can become a disciple? It is not possible.()...

...So anyone who will stop chanting, he will be a victim of mäyä. 

Always remember it. 

Therefore we insist, 

"Please do not forget to chant at least sixteen rounds." 

That is minimum. The maximum is 300,000. (laughter) As Haridäsa Öhäkura used to do, three hundred..., not impractical. But you, we cannot do that. 

Even we cannot complete sixteen rounds. We are so unfortunate. 

But that does not mean because we are unfortunate, we shall give it up. 

Try, try, try your best. Then life will become perfect.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.26-30                     Hawaii, January 23, 1974

So Kåñëa consciousness movement means to revive the original consciousness. If one is actually in Kåñëa, he'll be truthful. Truthfulness. These are the qualities. Cleanliness, always clean, taking thrice bath. Cloth clean, mind clean, body clean, activities clean, desire clean, thinking clean—everything clean. No contamination. This is the test. 

"I am doing all nasty things, and I am advertising 'I am advanced devotee.' 

" What rascal you are? You are doing all nonsense and you are advanced? 
But they have no shame even, to call themselves... 

Shameless. Shameless, even not gentlemen. 

Cheating, and still, he is advertising, "I am advanced." 

But a person who is actually in Kåñëa consciousness or actual... Sädhu-çästra-guru-väkya, tinete koriyä aikya. We have to...

Just like if you go to the chemical laboratory, you are testing the characteristic. In the book there is characteristic, even an ordinary chemical. Now, they say... Take, for example, salt. It is called? Chemical name is sodium chloride. Eh? Sodium chloride. So in the book you'll find sodium chloride, and the characteristics, "It is like this. It is like this. It is like this." The color, the taste, the composition, so many things are there. Similarly... How we are testing the purity of sodium chloride? From the books. Similarly, here is the characteristic of pure devotee. Characteristics. You test whether he's truthful. "He's not truthful, sir." 

Then he's not pure devotee. He's doing something... 

He promised before his spiritual master, before the Deity, before the fire, "No illicit sex," but he's having illicit sex. 

So how he is advanced? How he's advanced? 

He's not even truthful, the first qualification. 

He's unclean. Truthfulness. Çaucam, means very clean. Very clean means... Just... We utter this mantra,

apavitraù pavitro vä

sarvävasthäà gato 'pi vä

yaù smaret puëòarékäkñaà

sa bähyäbhyantara-çuciù

 Çuci, çaucam, çuci.

So the devotee must be clean, inside and outside, both. Outside cleaning by taking bath, washing the body with oil or soap or soda, and inside, inside, materially, there will be no unclean things, stool, unnecessary stool. That means one must evacuate every morning and evening. If we eat more, then we have to evacuate twice. But if we eat less, then once evacuation is sufficient. It is said, yogi, bhogé, and rogé. Yogi means spiritually advanced, and bhogé means materialist, and rogé means diseased. It is a common saying. A yogi evacuates only once. That is yogi. And bhogé, because he eats more, so he evacuates twice. And one who evacuates more than twice, he's rogé, diseased. Yogi, bhogé, rogé. So everything has got routine work. çaucam. So you'll feel healthy. 
If you have evacuated nicely, you have washed inside and outside, taken your bath, then you'll feel always refreshed. 
And unless you feel refreshed, you cannot very nicely chant Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra or serve Kåñëa. 
Therefore cleanliness is required. Apavitraù pavitro vä. But... Apavitraù pavitro vä sarvävasthäà gato 'pi vä. If one takes to Kåñëa consciousness and follows the rules and regulations, then automatically he becomes clean, inside and outside. Automatically. Apavitraù pavitro vä. What for we are accepting initiation? In any condition, in any condition we shall be purified by chanting Hare Kåñëa, ceto-darpaëa-märjanam [Cc. Antya 20.12], if we chant really.
There are three stages of chanting. One chanting is with offense, beginning. There are ten kinds of offenses. We have described many times. If we chant with offense, that is the, that is one stage. If we chant offenseless, that is one stage. And if we chant pure... Offenseless is not yet pure. You're trying to make offenseless, but not yet offenseless. But when there is pure chanting, that is success. Näma, nämäbhäsa, and çuddha-näma. So our aim is... This was discussed. You'll find in Caitanya-caritämåta, discussion between Haridäsa Öhäkura and a brähmaëa. 

So by chanting, we can come to the highest stage of perfection. 

In the beginning there may be offenses, 

but if we try to avoid the offenses, then it is nämäbhäsa. Nämäbhäsa means not actually pure name, but almost pure. Nämäbhäsa, and çuddha-näma. 

When one chants çuddha-näma, name, holy name of God, 

then he is on the platform of loving platform with Kåñëa. That is the perfectional stage. 
And in nämäbhäsa stage, not in pure, marginal, between pure and offensive, that is mukti. You become mukta, liberated from material bondage. 

And if we chant offensively, then we remain in the material world. 

Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura has said, nämäkära bahira haya näma nähi haya(?). 

It is mechanical, "Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa," but still it is not Hare Kåñëa. Nämäkära, näma bahira haya, nämäkära, näma nähi haya.

So we must be purely chanting. But we should not be disappointed. Even impure... Therefore we must have fixed chanting process. Because we are not in the pure stage. Therefore, by force... Just like a boy in the school. We had this training in our childhood school. Our teacher would ask me, "You write ten pages, handwriting." So that means practicing ten pages, my handwriting will be set up. 

So even if we do not follow sixteen rounds, where is the question of chanting Hare Kåñëa? 

So don't be artificial; don't be, I mean to say, a showbottle. Be real thing. And that is wanted. If you want real benefit of spiritual life, don't be showbottle. Do you know showbottle? The medical shop, a big bottle. It is full of water only. And color is red or blue or something like. But the real medicine does not require... (aside:) No, not now. Real medicine does not require a showbottle. A small... 

If one can chant purified offenseless, once kåñëa-näma, 

he is free from all material bondage. Once only. 

Eka kåñëa näme yata päpa haya, päpé haya tata päpa kari baro nähi(?).

So çaucam. çaucam means inward cleanliness and outward cleanliness. çaucam. Inside, we should be pure, purely thinking, no contamination. We should not think anyone as my enemy. "Everyone is friend. I am... I am not pure; therefore I am thinking somebody as my enemy." There are so many symptoms. So çaucam: one should be clean, inside and outside. Satyaà çaucaà dayä. That dayä I already explained. Dayä means to become compassionate to the fallen, one who has fallen, one who is in distress. So actually, the whole population at the present moment, they're fallen. Kåñëa says,

yadä yadä hi dharmasya

glänir bhavati bhärata

abhyutthänam adharmasya

tadätmänaà såjämy aham

 [Bg. 4.7]

pariträëäya sädhünäà

vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm

So at the present moment in the Kali, Kali-yuga, they are, practically they're all demons. All demons. So if Kåñëa... Of course, sometimes it will come that Kåñëa has to come here simply to kill the demons. That is Kalki avatära. That is described by Jayadeva Gosvämé. What is that? Keçava dhåta-kalki-çaréra jaya jagadéça hare. Kalau, dhümaketum iva kim api karälam, mleccha-nivaha-nidhane kalayasi karavälam. Mleccha, the mleccha, this word, yavana, these... There are words in Vedic language, mleccha, yavana. Yavana means meat-eaters. Yavana. It does not mean only Europeans are yavana, and Americans, not, Indians are not yavana. No. Anyone who eats meat, he's a yavana. Yavana means meat-eater. And mleccha means unclean. 

One who does not follow Vedic principles, he's called mleccha. 

Just like... As the Muhammadans say, kafir. One who does not follow Muslim religion, they are called kafir. That is religious point of view. And the Christians say "heathens." One who does not follow Christian religion, they are called heathens. Is it not? Similarly, anyone who does not follow Vedic principle, he's called mleccha. So time will come when nobody will follow Vedic principles of life. Therefore, mleccha.

So mleccha-nivaha, when all the people will become mlecchas, nobody following the Vedic principles, mleccha-nivaha-nidhane, at that time there is no more preaching, simply killing. Nivaha-nidhane kalayasi karavälam. In this age a very fearful, not feature, but action is very fearful. Mleccha-nivaha-nidhane kalayasi karavälaà dhümaketum iva. Just like now they are apprehending the appearance of a comet. So Kåñëa will appear just like a comet. Dhümaketum iva, dhümaketum iva, dhümaketum iva. Kalayasi karavälam. So that is the end of Kali-yuga, that people will be so mlecchäcära, unclean habits, they, dull... Now they have already become, already become. They have no brain. Even big, big, so-called... [break]

...mahä-vadänya, very munificent incarnation. Or magnanimous. Mahä-vadänyävatära. Namo mahä-vadänyäya kåñëa-prema... He is giving kåñëa-prema, love of Kåñëa. You... One cannot understand Kåñëa. It is so difficult.

manuñyäëäà sahasreñu

kaçcid yatati siddhaye

yatatäm api siddhänäà

kaçcin mäà vetti tattvataù

 [Bg. 7.3]

To understand Kåñëa is not easy job. But Kåñëa in the form of Caitanya Mahäprabhu is so compassionate, not only He's giving Himself, Kåñëa, but He's giving kåñëa-prema, love of Kåñëa. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's avatära. Dayä. Mahä-vadänyävatära.

So whatever Kåñëa consciousness movement is going forward, 
it is due to Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's magnanimous compassion for the poor people suffering in this Kali-yuga. 

Otherwise, to become Kåñëa conscious is not very easy job, is not easy job.

 So those who are getting the chance of becoming Kåñëa conscious by the mercy of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, they should not lose the opportunity. 

It will be suicidal. Don't fall down. (Ed: not chanting 16 rounds DAILY)

It is very easy. Simply chanting by Hare Kåñëa mantra, not always, twenty-four hours, although Caitanya Mahäprabhu recommends, kértanéyaù sadä hariù [Cc. Ädi 17.31], 

always chant. That is the principle. 
But we cannot do that because we are so much overwhelmed by the influence of  Kali. 

So at least sixteen rounds. Don't miss this. Don't miss this. 

What is the difficulty, sixteen rounds? 

At most it will take two hours. You have got twenty-four hours. You want to sleep; all right, sleep, ten hours sleep. That is not recommended. Don't sleep more than six hours. But they want to sleep. They want to sleep twenty-four hours. That is their desire in Kali-yuga. But, no. Then you'll be wasting time. Minimize eating, sleeping, mating and defending. When it is nil, that is perfection.Because these are bodily necessities. Eating, sleeping, mating, defending that is bodily necessities. But I am not `this body. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäram... [Bg. 2.13]. So that realization takes time. But when we are actually advancing in Kåñëa consciousness, we must know our duty. Sleeping not more than six hours. Utmost eight hours. Utmost, those who cannot control. But not ten hours, twelve hours, fifteen hours, no. Then what is the use of...? 

Somebody went to see one advanced devotee, and at nine o'clock he was sleeping. 

And he's advanced devotee. Eh? Is not that? So what is...? 

What kind of devotee he is? 

Devotee must rise early in the morning, by four o'clock. [Ed: Srila Sanatana Goswami in the Hari Bhakti Vilasa recommends rising before sunrise by one fifth (around two and a half hours or three muhurtas, or a muhurta before the brahma muhurta) of the difference of time between sunset and sunrise.] 
By five o'clock, he must finish his bathing and other things. Then he takes to chanting and so many...

Twenty-four hours' business must be there. So sleeping is not good. The Gosvämés used to sleep only two hours. I also write at night book, and I also sleep, not more then three hours. But I take sometimes little, sleep more. Not like... I don't imitate the Gosvämés. That try to avoid. And avoid sleeping means if we eat less, then we'll avoid. Eating, sleeping. After eating, there is sleeping. So if we eat more, then more sleeping. If we eat less, then less sleeping. Eating, sleeping, mating. And mating should be avoided. That is a great stricture. Sex life should be minimized as far as possible. Therefore we have got this restriction, "No illicit sex." Sex life, we don't say... That you cannot do, nobody can do. Therefore sex life means married life, a little concession. A license, "All right, you take this license." 

But not illicit sex. Then you'll never be able.

So eating, sleeping, mating and defending. And defending, we are defending in so many ways, but still, war is there, and the onslaught of material nature... Your country is defending so nicely, but now the petrol is taken away. You cannot defend. Similarly, everything can be taken away at any moment. So depend on Kåñëa for defending, defenses. Avaçya rakñibe kåñëa. This is called surrender. Surrender, means... Kåñëa says that "You surrender unto Me," sarva-dharmän parityajya [Bg. 18.66]. Let us believe this, that "Kåñëa is asking to surrender. Let me surrender. He must protect me in danger." That is called surrender. "Now, I am surrendering to Kåñëa, but for my defense I'm making another arrangement." Then I have no faith in Kåñëa. If I believe in Kåñëa, then we must believe that Kåñëa will... Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi. Believe. Satyaà çaucaà dayä kñäntiù. Kñänti means toleration? What is that? Hm? See kñänti.

Pradyumna: (reads) "Self-control even if there is cause of anger."

Prabhupäda: Yes, tolerate, yes. Kñänti. We should not be intolerant. Even somebody has done some wrong unto me, tapasvé. Kñamä-rüpa-tapasvinäm. Tapasvé, those who are advancing in Kåñëa consciousness, undergoing tapasya, austerities, their first qualification is to forgive the offender. This is the qualification. Tapasvinäm. Kñamä-rüpa-tapasvinäm. Then tyäga. Tyäga means to give your energy for Kåñëa. Everyone is giving energy for his sense gratification. When we give our energy, Kåñëa... Parärthe prajïä utsåjet(?). This is Cäëakya Paëòita. Sannimitte varaà tyägo vinas emiyate sati. Sannmivitte varamà tyägaù(?). Tyäga means to give in charity for others' benefit. That is called tyäga. So what is the best tyäga? When you give up everything... [break]

...such thing. You do your best, but depend, the result, on Kåñëa. That is wanted. If somebody comes to attack you, you must also attack. You first attack. But you should not think that "I am so powerful. I can gain victory over you." Depend on Kåñëa, do your best. Yudhyasva mäm anusmara [Bg. 8.7]. This is our policy. When there is question of fight, we have to fight. Just like in Bombay, we fought, but the result, we depended on Kåñëa. We have come out victorious. There was no hope of getting that land. It was regular fight. The whole Bombay city became agitated. Yes, in Bombay. But we are victorious, because we depended on Kåñëa. I thought... Simply I prayed to Kåñëa, "My dear Lord, You are seated there on that place. If You are removed, then it will be suicidal. You must remain there." My only prayer was that "I don't care for this land, but You are seated there, I cannot tolerate this insult that You will be removed from there." So Kåñëa saved our face. He's still remaining there.

So we should be like that. We should fight to our best, but depend the result on Kåñëa. Don't try to take the credit for yourself. That is wanted.

Devotee (1): So, Çréla Prabhupäda, should devotees in ISKCON, should a certain section of devotees in ISKCON be trained as kñatriyas? Should they be specially trained?

Prabhupäda: Well, a devotee is neither kñatriya, neither brähmaëa; he's servant of Kåñëa. That's all. These brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, they are on the material platform. On the spiritual platform, there is no such distinction. Spiritual platform, the master and the servant. You remain a servant. If you have to act as kñatriya, act like that. If you act as a brähmaëa, act like that. If you... That is our superficial... A devotee's always servant of God. 

Whatever service is required, as a brähmaëa, as a kñatriya, as a vaiçya, it doesn't matter. 

We are ready. It does not mean that because we are fighting, we become kñatriya. No. Sa guëän... These are the divisions of the three qualities. But a devotee's above... [break] ...all these things. Kåñëa's devotees are above all these things. You have to become a pure devotee, not a kñatriya, not a brähmaëa, not an all... That is not required. All right.

Devotee (2): You said that one mistake of the neophyte devotee is to think that he is suffering under some condition, some distress, and that it is due to the circumstances under which the distress occurred. And my question is, Can the change of one's service, can changing the type of service one's performing, can that help him to achieve the desired perfection in relationship with the spiritual master and Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: So what is the real proposal? I do not follow. Why don't you say frankly? This is... Why in a (laughs) jugglery way? State what is the fact?

Devotee (2): Well, like, if one is in a big temple, he's a cook in a big temple.

Prabhupäda: Yes. In a big temple, the cooker and the man who is worshiping the Deity, and the man who is sweeping over, they're all one. There is no distinction. There is no such material dis... In the material world, if somebody's doing nice job, he is greater, and if somebody's not nice job, he's smaller. In spiritual world, there is no such distinction.

Devotee (2): So one is like that, in a comfortable situation...

Prabhupäda: Comfortable situation is also sense gratification. Any situation, we shall have to serve Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Not that "If it is comfortable to me, I shall do it." That is sense gratification. That is sense gratification. That is not spiritual; that is material. "Comfortable or uncomfortable, it doesn't matter. If Kåñëa wants it, I must do it." That is wanted. That is wanted. As soon as I discriminate "This is comfortable, this is uncomfortable," that is material.

Devotee (3): Prabhupäda, how can we know what type of service Kåñëa...
Prabhupäda: Therefore you have got spiritual master. Why he is there? 

Therefore you have to accept spiritual master  who will give you direction. 
You cannot do it. 

If you manufacture your own..., then go to hell. 
Yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau, tasyaite kathitä hy arthäù [ÇU 6.23]. Kåñëa is there; guru is there. Why should you manufacture your own way? If you are sincere, Kåñëa will dictate from within. Teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam [Bg. 10.10]. Find out this verse. Teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam, buddhi-yogaà dadämi tam.

Pradyumna: 10.10

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is ready to give you instruction. The spiritual master is ready. Why should you do at your whims, and do something wrong and go to hell? Yes?

Bali-mardana:

teñäà satata-yuktänäà

bhajatäà préti-pürvakam

dadämi buddhi-yogaà taà

yena mäm upayänti te

 [Bg. 10.10]

"To those who are constantly devoted and worship Me with love, I give the understanding by which they can come to Me."

Prabhupäda: That's all. Kåñëa is within you. He'll give you. As soon as you become a pure devotee, all dictation will come from within. And besides that, Kåñëa is helping, inside and outside. Outside is spiritual master; inside Kåñëa Himself. Where is the difficulty? Simply you have to become sincere. That's all. Everything is there. But if we become cheaters, we do, say something before Kåñëa, before the spiritual master, before fire, and do something else, then there is no question of dictation from Kåñëa. You do your sat-san(?). Sva-karmaëä, by your own work, you suffer or enjoy. There is no enjoyment, simply suffering. That's all. Material world, there is no question of enjoyment. Simply we concoct, "This is enjoyment." This is not enjoyment. It is suffering.

Devotee (4): Çréla Prabhupäda, you spoke about the three stages of chanting? And you were speaking about the middle stage, the clearing stage? Is that... I didn't quite understand how that was explained. Is that like we're trying not to be offensive. It's offensive, but we're trying...

Prabhupäda: No, you do not try to be offensive, but because your past habit, you become offensive. Therefore ten kinds of offenses should be avoided. That we speak and give in list when initiation. There should be... Ten kinds of offenses should be avoided. Guror avajïä çruti-çästra-nindanam, sämyaà çubha-kriyä api pramädaù, nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. These are things. The most offensive is that "Kåñëa... By chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, I become sinless. So in the morning let me do, or in the, at night, let me do all sinful activities; in the morning I shall chant Hare Kåñëa, and it will, everything will be nullified." This is the greatest offense. Nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. "Because I am chanting, therefore I can do anything sinful. It will be counteracted." This is the greatest rascaldom, sinful activities. Yes. Nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. Päpa-buddhiù. Näma... By chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra we become immediately sinless. That's a fact. But why shall we commit again? Just like the Christian people, they go to the church, confession: "Sir, I did this, all these sinful activities last week." "All right, pay me something." Again, from Monday, beginning sinful activities; come on Sunday. These are not allowed. You can be excused, but don't do again. 

If you continue to do it, that is not very... 
Then you have to suffer. 

Once or twice, you may be excused. 

But if you continue to do that, you must be punished. Nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. (indistinct question by devotee) 

Yes, everything  under the direction of the spiritual master. 

Why you are asking? (indistinct) You do not know these things? Why do you ask this question? 

It must be, according to the direction of the spiritual master. 

Why do you ask that question? 

Therefore, ädau gurväçrayam. Whatever... [break] (end)
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.35 Hawaii, January 28, 1974 

So these things are all very elaborately, nicely explained in our books. So those who are going to be initiated, 
they should take it as a vow, not to fall down again. 
Catch Kåñëa's lotus feet very tightly and you'll not fall down. Mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te [Bg. 7.14]. So be determined. Don't make it a farce, that "Today I am initiated and tomorrow I again I give up everything and 

again grow my hair and then go to hell." 

No. Don't do that. If you want to be serious, then the path is clear for going back to home.

mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena sevate

sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate

 [Bg. 14.26]

As soon as you engage yourself in devotional service you become purified of all material contamination. Sa guëan samatétyaitän. We are being troubled by the three modes of material nature, but if we stick to our devotional service... It is not very difficult to follow the four regulative principles. No illicit sex. 

There is no question of stopping sex, but no illicit sex. 

Unfortunately, they're so unfortunate 
that although they have got their wife, they go to another girl, 

and although the girl has one husband, he goes, she goes to another man. 

So unfortunate. 

These things should be stopped if you'll want to be serious; 

otherwise make a farce and do whatever you like.                            

I cannot give  you  protection. That is not possible.

So you must have to follow these rules and regulation if you are serious. Then take initiation. 

Otherwise don't make farce, don't make farce. That is my request. 

One has to be very determined, bhajante mäà dåòha-vratäù. This word is used in the Bhägavata: dåòha-vratäù, strong determination: "Yes, in this life I shall go back to home, back to Godhead." This is determination. And what is the difficulty? No difficulty. Chants Hare Kåñëa mantra. 

You are taking the beads, sixteen rounds. 

You can be finished, utmost two hours or three hours. 

So you have got twenty-four hours. If you want to sleep, of course, twenty-tlree lours, that is another thing. You have to minimize your sleeping. 

If you cannot finish sixteen rounds, 

then you must not sleep on that day, you must not eat. 

Why don't you forget to eat, forget? Why do you forget chanting Hare Kåñëa? This is negligence, aparädha, offense. 

Rather, you should forget your sleeping and eating, 

and must finish sixteen rounds. This is called determination. This is called determined. 

So you are welcome to take initiation, but 

if you are neglectful, if you want to make it a farce,  that is your business. 

I cannot give you ANY protection. Thank you very much.

Room Conversation Including Discussion on SB 4.13.48 to SB 4.14.11

January 18, 1972, Jaipur

So Prahläda Maharaja was concerned. He was living, his father was a demon, in the demonic state. So this is natural. 

If one saintly person do not be disturbed by people's unhappiness, 

he is not saintly person. 

He is not saintly person. 

If he is simply satisfied that "I have got a temple, 

I am getting good income, let me eat and sleep." 

My Guru Maharaja condemned this process. 

He said that to earn livelihood by showing some temple and collecting money and eat and sleep, 

better to become a sweeper in the street and earn his livelihood instead of 

earning livelihood in this so-called spiritual way. 

So practically all over the world a class of men, a priestly class of men, 

they have made it a means of earning livelihood, temple achar(?), 

taking money from people and enjoying, 

and then become drunkard. In your country, five thousand drunkard priests were consolidated in a hospital for treatment. They're getting money. 

So there is possibility, we are opening temples, public is contributing. 

But if we become easy-goer, "Now money is coming, 

let us eat sumptuously and eat, eat and sleep, and if possible drink also." But, of course, we are restricting. 

But naturally when one man becomes idle, idle brain is the devil's workshop. 

So if he can get... Just like rich man's son, they become. Everyone has got experience in every country. When he has no difficulty to get money, then what he will do? He will simply drink or invent some means of intoxication, naked dance. 

So they became very much perturbed. Venasyävekñya durvåttasya viceñöitam, vimåçya loka-vyasanaà kåpaya ucuù sma... Kåpäya, they were very much compassionate. They cannot see. Para-duùkha-duùkhé. Therefore, Vaiñëava is always unhappy by seeing other's unhappiness. 

They know how they are going to hell. 

Just like any gentleman will be aggrieved when they pass on the Bowery Street, seeing their fallen condition. So if any gentleman can become unhappy by seeing such condition of people, what to speak of saintly persons who are supposed to be responsible for spiritual up...

Devotee: Ahhhh!

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Devotee: A monkey. No one is guarding.

Prabhupäda: Somebody must be there. So monkeys, they are now taking advantage, that these people have got some eatables. Therefore, Darwin's theory is from monkey. That's a fact. From the monkey, cow, and lion, the next birth is human life. So vimåçya loka-vyasanaà kåpaya ucuù sma satriëaù, 

they began to discuss how to mitigate the troubles of the people. They began to discuss that aho ubhayataù präptaà lokasya vyasanaà mahat. People, they are now disturbed both ways. One way, the king is a rascal. Another way is that taking advantage of the bad king, the thieves and rogues, they are also very powerful. So just see how the saintly persons became compassionate to the people that they are both ways. [ ]

Nirüpitaù prajä-pälaù sa jighäàsati vai prajäù. He has been elected as the king to protect the citizens. 

Instead of protecting, he is disturbing.

nirüpitaù prajä-pälaù sa jighäàsati vai prajäù

tathäpi säntvayemämuà näsmäàs tat-pätakaà spåçet

 [SB 4.14.11]

Now there is another saintly compassion, "Never mind he has done so much mischievous activities, this king, still it is our duty to go to him and give him good advice so that all these disturbances may be stopped and people will become happy." Just mark this point that formerly the government could not be irresponsible 

because the saintly person, they are always thinking welfare of the people in general. 

Mark this point.

So therefore, a saintly person duty is to protect the praja, the citizens, 

in a system so that they may become happy 

both materially and spiritually. 

This is one of the duties of the saintly person. 

Not that let me go to Himalaya and press my nose and I become liberated. This is not saintly person. This is not saintly person. Saintly person means they should be interested with the public welfare, real public welfare. 

And public welfare means every citizens should be Kåñëa conscious, and then they will be happy both materially and spiritually. 

My point is that our Kåñëa consciousness movement is not selfish movement. 

It is the most philanthropic movement. 

But people in the name of philanthropic movement generally, 

because they are not actually saintly persons, 

they collect money and live.

Just like we can say frankly 

that the (name withheld) Mission, they are collecting money, huge money from your country, here also, to mitigate the sufferings of the poor people, daridra-Näräyaëa seva. But actually you see that how many poverty-stricken people are there in India, and if you go to the (name withheld) Mission, 

you will see all the swamis, they are living in royal order. 

This is going on. 

But people are still fool that... 

But your American people now, they are questioning.

Morning Walk                             March 25, 1976, Delhi

Prabhupäda: Mercy means.... Suppose you are a devotee. Unknowingly or by some bad habit you have done something wrong. That is excused. But if you intentionally do, that "I am devotee; Kåñëa will excuse me," then you are rascal.

Gopäla Kåñëa: That's the greatest offense.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Cheating. Cheating Kåñëa. Cheating Kåñëa is no business. That is to be punished. You cannot cheat Kåñëa. 
But if by accident, knowingly or unknowingly you have done something which is not good, that is excused. Sva-päda-mülaà bhajataù priyasya. If you are actually, because you have given so much service to Kåñëa, you have become very dear to Him, so unknowingly you have done, committed sin--excused. Bhajataù priyasya. This word is used. You must  have to  become very dear to him. 
Then if you accidentally commit some sin, that is excused.

Guru däsa: What does "unknowingly" mean, Çréla...

Prabhupäda: Unknowingly means..., suppose you are a smoker. So now you have given up everything. But in the association of some smoker you incline, "All right, let me smoke." Then you regret, "Oh, I have done this." It can happen. So that is excused. But if you think, "Now I am a devotee of Kåñëa. I can smoke like anything, and everything will be excused," then you are a rascal.

Morning Walk                       Mayapur, April 8, 1976

Prabhupäda: ...simply man looks after the animals,

that he's strong and happy,

they'll get food grains,

the cooperation,

and both of them happy.

But they're (we’re) not looking to that.

They are trying to sell the grains and get MORE money,
and purchase wine (ED: and so many other unnecessary “necessities”) and enjoy.

And when the animal will be unable to work,

(Ed: or by not working them and purchasing food instead; using our farms to prove their futility rather than utility and indirectly preaching and encouraging others to:)

sell him to the slaughterhouse and get money.
And for these sinful activities, they (Ed: and we) are suffering. 

Hari-çauri: Their idea is just to exploit.

Prabhupäda: Hah, yes.

Everyone is trying to get more,

and nature's order is that you take only to maintain your body and soul together.

That's all.

If you take more, then you are thief, you'll be punished by the laws of nature.

This is going on.

Laws of nature are so fine that

by material activities you'll never be satisfied,

and at the time of death, he'll lament that

"I could not satisfy my desires. Let me take..."

"All right, take another body. Satisfy."

This is nature's punishment.
Karmaëä daiva netreëa jantur dehopapattaye. Simple things. We desire, and nature will give you another body. mäyä-yanträrüòhäni. He'll give you, "Ride on this car, you wanted, on this body." And this... This is creation of mäyä. Éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäà håd-deçe... Kåñëa is there, orders mäyä, "He wants to enjoy life. Give him this body." "Come on, here is a hog's body, eat nicely, stool. Come on." 

He did not like to eat prasädam. He wanted something rubbish. 

"All right, come here. Take this stool." These things are going automatically. The same way, as you infect some disease, immediately the disease is there. You haven't got to manufacture diseases. Because you have infected yourself with the disease germ, "Take this disease."

Therefore it is warned, anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam,

"Don't desire anything except Kåñëa's service."
Then you are immune.

Otherwise you have to take birth.
Morning Walk                      April 9, 1976, Våndävana                                                           Prabhupäda: Why they have kept this nice road within this forest? 

(Ed: “this FARM?”)

What is the idea?

Hari-çauri: There's some village on the other side?

Akñayänanda: I don't know.

Prabhupäda: No, for village 

the government is not going to keep such nice road. 

This government department, forest department.... The government policy is to develop these places for industry in future.

This industry is  the  cause of falldown of the human Society--industry.

So the reaction is.... The industry, two things required—

four things  required:  land, labor, capital, and organization. 

(Ed: to be utilized in varnasrama NOT for BUSINESS or INDUSTRY)

So now the industry is going on, and the capitalists and labor, there is fight. The laborers, they are finding out that "We are working. Why the capitalists will take the profit?" This is communism. Is it not?

Akñayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So the Communists, they are thinking, "By changing the hand, things will improve."

But they do not know that very industry is the cause of falldown.
They're simply trying to change the hand. The principle should go on, industry, only the proposal is that the capitalists should give up and the workers should take it.

Devotee (2): Which way is India headed towards? The capitalists or the Communists?

Prabhupäda: India has no, had no such ideas. They are borrowing ideas. India's idea is self-realization.
Live very simple life--brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. (Ed: ALL )

The brähmaëas, they are living simple life, becoming very learned scholar, pure character, advanced in spiritual life--one class, ideal.

And kñatriyas, they are supposed to be the king. 

They distribute the land on nominal taxation, 

and the vaiçyas utilize the land for agriculture and cow keeping, 

and the çüdras, they are engaged as weaver, blacksmith, goldsmith,

mean     other    necessities of life.

In this way THE WHOLE SOCIETY IS SIMPLIFIED, and

the central point is how to become advanced in Kåñëa consciousness

by COOPERATION.
(charity, tax and labour on the production of the vaisyas’ cow and bull protection.)

(Ed: “Your love for me will be shown    by    HOW you cooperate   together”)

This is India’s civilization.

There is no question of industry. Ugra-karma. 

It has been condemned in the Bhagavad-gétä as ugra-karma, 

laboring very hard for livelihood. 

This industry means engage the poor worker class to work very hard, and there is huge profit, and some directors of the capitalists, they take it. And they have one dozen motorcars, palatial building, no work, simply wine and woman, that's all. This is going on. 

And the others, they are seeing: 

"There is no classification, neither real brähmaëa nor kñatriya nor vaiçya. 

So he is enjoying like that. He has got so many cars. He has got such a nice apartment. 

Why not me?" There is struggle. This is actual picture.

Our Vedic advice is that make life very simple.
You must have some means of livelihood.

Keep your body and soul together.
So according to quality, guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù, 

there must be division 

and then simple life.
The real aim is tam abhyarcya,
HOW to become Kåñëa conscious.

Everyone is....
Brähmaëa is guiding,
kñatriya is ruling, and

vaiçya is producing food, (Ed: for those cooperating to live on THAT food AND chant)

and çüdra, they have no brain; they are helping.
In this way the Society is very peaceful, and everyone is advanced in Kåñëa consciousness. 

This is India's civilization.
Now, due to this association of the räkñasas... 
(Ed: milk and agricultural production without cow and bull protection)

Even up to Mohammedan time this civilization was being continued. Mohammedan did not touch the Indian culture. Sometimes by, what is called, fanaticism, there was fight. Not like this. The Arjuna.... Aurangzeb began this. Otherwise, from, what is called, the first emperor? Akbar. Akbar, Jahanghri, then Shajahan, there was no trouble. They did not touch. Even there was some marriage connection. They want to remain as kñatriya king, that's all. The other things were not interfered. So instead of a Hindu kñatriya, the Musselman kñatriya. People were satisfied: "A kñatriya... We have to work. Somebody must be king." So in this way the Indian people accepted the Britishers. "All right, you remain king. Don't interfere." But later on, to exploit the whole country, they began to plan.

Akñayänanda: Industry.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The industry, railway, and this way, that way, European way of life. And the result was they were kicked out. And India is now trying to perfect...

Akñayänanda: The same thing.

Prabhupäda: Same thing. Yes.

Akñayänanda: Tragedy.

Prabhupäda: Tragedy, yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Last year, when Governor Reddy was here, you were talking with him how "Let there simply be the government's position to check and see that everyone is following their particular religion."

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is government's position.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So how would, for example, the government.... In a perfect society, how would the government check to see that the brähmaëas are actually practicing, and how would...?

Prabhupäda: There is.... The brähmaëa... This is brähmaëa. This formula is there. Satya çamo damas titikñä ärjava. So you have to see whether he is possessing this quality. Or train them.
Have brahminical school, what I am willing to do. 

That is required absolutely.

There must be a class of men, perfect brähmaëa.
Otherwise Society

 HYPERLINK  \l "thenSocietyisRUINED" 
 will be ruined.

In the Western countries there is no brähmaëa. There may be some kñatriyas and vaiçyas only, and çüdras. Brähmaëa there is none. 

So the same thing is here also now. 

Therefore the whole society is going down. There is no brähmaëa. What is this? This is brahminical culture. We are asking them not to be sinful, become devotee. This is brahminical culture. Namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca.
Kåñëa consciousness MEANS
go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca, for

the benefit of brahminical culture and cow protection.

THAT is brahminical culture.
Jayädvaita: So to be recognized as brähmaëas...
Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jayädvaita: To be recognized, our men will have to be, as you were saying yesterday, perfect gentlemen.

Prabhupäda: Yes, brähmaëa means perfect gentleman. Brähmaëa means perfect gentleman. A rogue, thief, cannot become brähmaëa. (laughs) Brähmaëa is perfect gentleman. 

Who feels for others, that is gentleman. 

Who does not feel for others, 

for his sense gratification, he is a  ROGUE. 

(Ed: beg, borrow, steal or BUY ghee etc from the SLAUGHTERHOUSE)

A brähmaëa, a gentleman, must feel that

"Why there should be animal killing?" 

(Ed: notice how His Divine Grace immediately relates to animal killing above all else? This is a constant occurrence and proves that this point is always on his mind and that the focus of his movement is to graduate to a Society where this is completely absent i.e. a DEVOTEE varnasrama society subsisting on milk and foodstuffs from protected cows and bulls)
That is gentleman.
If you are killed, you cry and you are.... 

Hundreds and thousands of animals you are killing on the PLEA that they have no soul?
Lowest class, narädhama. 

They have been described as narädhama. So narädhama civilization, how he can be happy? There must be frustration.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Are the Vaiñëavas in general lamenting for the physical upkeep of Våndävana, or are they indifferent?

Prabhupäda: No, it is the business of the government. Vaiñëava can chant Hare Kåñëa mantra anywhere. He doesn't require any nice park. Ahaituky apratihatä. For becoming Kåñëa conscious, for a serious person, there is no obstacle. Any condition he can do it. (break) ...why there is sannyäsé? In the Vedic civilization, ultimately sannyäsa. Why? That one must give up the intimate relationship with wife. This is the ultimate position. Brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsa.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Tamo-dväraà yoñitäà saìgé-saìgam.
Prabhupäda: That is recommended everywhere. Illicit or legal.... Mahäprabhu has said, asat eka stré-saìgé: "Anyone who is attached to woman, he is asat." Bas. This is the whole process, how to become detached from the attraction of woman, dhéra. (break) Give up the connection with woman is recommended. So in our society it will be a good test. We are mixed up with men and women. If you in spite of this allurement, if you do not become attracted by woman, then you should know you are paramahaàsa. Yes. You are worshipable. And this Bhägavata-dharma is meant for the paramahaàsas. Paramo nirmatsaräëäm. It is especially. Dharmaù projjhita. The other different types of regulated system, to become very religious man or to become very expert money-hunter or accumulation of money, dharma, artha, and enjoying sense enjoyment--the whole world is appreciating these men, who is a religious man, who is very much able to satisfy his senses, dozens of cars and three dozen women, naked dance. They are taking this. Dharma artha käma. And somebody is trying mokña, being baffled or dissatisfied: "These things will not.... I shall become one with." So dharma artha käma mokña. So Bhägavata says, "These are all kicked out." Paramo nirmatsaräëäm. For the paramahaàsas. So anyone who is freed from all these allurement, he is paramahaàsa. And this paramahaàsa-saàhitä, it is called, Bhägavata.... Paramahaàsa-saàhitä. Bhäñyaà brahma-süträëäm.
Påthu-putra: We also should be free from the extension of this, which is profit, adoration, and distinction.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Påthu-putra: We also should be free from profit, adoration and distinction, which are just extensions of these desires.

Prabhupäda: A Vaiñëava does not require any, what is adoration or distinction.

Puñöa Kåñëa: There's a line of preaching in our society that subtle manifestation of sex attraction is adoration, profit, and distinction.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is.... Mahäprabhu says, tåëäd api sunécena.
Puñöa Kåñëa: There's another path going this way if you'd like to walk some more, Srila Prabhupada.

Morning Walk                         April 10, 1976, Våndävana

Naliné-känta: The Vedic civilization is centered around villages, not cities?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Naliné-känta: If we want to make the world Kåñëa conscious...

Prabhupäda: Vedic civilization is in the forest. Go to the forest.
Hari-çauri: Renounce.

Prabhupäda: Neither in the city nor in the village. Go to the forest.

Lokanätha: But there were cities like Dvärakä.

Prabhupäda: That is another thing, but the ideal is vanaà gato yad dharim äçrayeta. Go to the forest and depend on Kåñëa and live there. And that is perfection. Vanaà gato yad dharim äçrayeta. Go to the forest and remain, depending on Kåñëa. That's all.

Lokanätha: There are no forests left.

Hari-çauri: The whole material world's a forest.

Prabhupäda: There are so many forests in America, full of forests still. Africa, so many forests, big, big forests.

Akñayänanda: (break) ...Kali-yuga we cannot do that due to our conditioning.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari çauri: :Fifth Canto describes the whole material world is a forest.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Of enjoyment.

Lokanätha: Forest of enjoyment. (break)

Prabhupäda: They go in the village for begging little food, that's all. Just like you can live in this forest. And what you will eat? Two cäpäöi. So you can go and beg.

(ED: from foodstuffs produced via cow/bull protection, or else produce it yourself.)
That's all. Whole day's business finished. Chant Hare Kåñëa.

And näkåtena iha kaçcana: And neither he has got any obligation that he has to do this or that. Neither by doing he has got any reaction, or neither by not doing he has to pay something, default, something like that. Na cäsya sarva-bhüteñu kaçcid artha-vyapäçrayaù. And he has no relation with anybody to take anything from them.
But so far this self-satisfaction stage is concerned, Çukadeva Gosvämé is the ideal person. He was living naked, and in the early in the morning he would stand up in any householder's door. Because in India still, I think here also the system is there, those who have got private cows, they milk the cow early in the morning. Early in the morning if the cow is milked, it gives the proper quantity of milk. That is the system, before sunrise. So Çukadeva Gosvämé and... The whole day's business was that he would go to a householder. Because in India still the system is a householder keeps at least, in the village, at least ten to twelve cows. But he hasn't got to pay anything for keeping these. The cows go to the pasturing ground and in the evening comes back. And some grass, dry grass which is by-product of the grains, that is offered to her, and instead of, in place she offers milk. So milk in the village, still it is available very easily, without any expenses. Now Çukadeva Gosvämé, because his whole day's (food) business was just to stand before a householder's door because every householder milking. And people know that this swamiji or this sage has come to take some milk. "Oh Bäbä, whatever you want you take. So what? Say one pound or less than one pound drinks and goes away. The whole day business was finished. So Çukadeva Gosvämé was doing like that. He wouldn't go anywhere, and simply, early in the morning he would stand before a householder's door and take little milk and the whole day he would travel naked.He has recommended that "Why you are anxious?" You, I mean to say, those who are in the renounced order of life, those who have left the world simply for self, spiritual realization... So Çukadeva Gosvämé advises that "You, if you have actually left home for spiritual realization, then you haven't got any problem for maintaining your life. You have no problem." So he recommends, céräëi kià pathi na santi. "Well, I am naked." Of course, you do not wish to run on as naked. You require some cloth. All right, find out some cloth in the street. There are so many cloth thrown in the street. So you can pick up one of them. So your cloth problem is there solved. Céräëi kià pathi na santi diçanti bhikñäà naiväìghripäù. Aìghripäù means these trees. They have got fruits. So you can ask a tree, apple tree, to give you some apple to eat. So your clothing and eating problem is solved. All right, then your shelter… Ruddhä guhäù kim. Oh, you find out some cave. There is nice place. So the house problem is solved. Then water? There are many rivers. There is no water problem. So he has recommended like that.

And actually, in India, still there are persons who do not care for anything of the world. They are ätma-rati, ätma-rati. They are self-satisfied, doesn't care, doesn't care for anything. So for such person there is no need of doing any yajïa or purifying their activities or so many things as recommended in the rituals. The Lord says that "They have nothing to do."

Now, what is this meaning of this ätma-rati? The meaning of ätma-rati is that one has to be situated in full spiritual consciousness and aloof from material engagement. That is the sum and substance. So the same thing can be practiced by us also. Of course, we may find difficulty, we may think, "How it is possible to become like Çukadeva Gosvämé?" No, it is not possible. The real fact which Kåñëa is explaining here, that don't be attached to your result of the activities. Just become free.

Now, for maintenance of your body you have to do something. That's all right. But you don't be attached to that work. You are simply to... Because you have got this body, you have to maintain it so that the body and soul can be maintained and you have to perform this spiritual realization just to keep the body nicely, not neglecting the body. But become detached from the bodily attachment. You just try to... Yuktähära. Yuktähära means to take food is not forbidden, but you have to take food only just to maintain your body, not for, I mean to say, taste of your palate or tongue. That should be practiced. You should live... You should eat to live. You should not live to eat. That should be your life principle.
Tasmäd asaktaù, tasmäd asaktaù satatam. Asakta: "Don't be attached." Käryaà karma samäcara: "Do your duty, as duty, as you are duty bound. But don't be attached to that work. Because you should always know that your real work is self-realization." Asakto hy äcaran karma param äpnoti puruñaù: "And if you practice like that, then the same perfection of life you will attain." Don't be attached to your work. Don't be attached, unattached. Nirbandhaù kåñëa-sambandhe yuktaà vairägyam ucyate. Anäsaktasya viñayän yathärham upayuïjataù. The same advice is given in several places, that "Work, but do not work with attachment. Just to make the best use of a bad bargain, that's all. You go on working like that."

So you haven't got to give up your work, your duty. Go on doing your duty, but make your point that "My life's main business is self-realization." You give more importance to that point of life. Not to the point of, that "I shall earn more and enjoy life." No. That should be given up. That is called nonattachment. So if we go on working in non-attachment and culture our self-realization, then gradually we shall come to the perfectional point. Thank you very much. Now if there is any question... (end)

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. [break]
...intelligence and
kñatriya's executive power and

vaiçya's productive capacity and

çüdra's labor.
This combined together makes the whole Society perfect.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They all take that this is some kind of a materialistic business, selling books and collecting money, and we purchase a beautiful temple...

Prabhupäda: Therefore I said that we are not material; it is all spiritual. That they do not know. Where is material? If everything is prepared and everything, there is Kåñëa, then where is material? When it is misused, other than Kåñëa, then it is material. Now, just like the university department and the criminal department. Where is the difference superficially? That's a building; that's a building. There are officer; there are officer. There are rooms; there are rooms. Why it is called criminal, prison house?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The activities inside.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is the activity which concerns. In the university there is only activity of education, learning. And here, all the criminals are violating the laws, they are put together. But superficially they look the same room, same food, same office, same typewriter. So it is the question of understanding why it is called criminal department and why it is called university. So as soon as it is university department, that is good. The same building, the same dictaphone, the same typewriter, same table, same chair, when they are used for Kåñëa, it is spiritual. The same money, everything, it looks like that. Therefore they cannot understand. The nirviçeñavädé and the çünyavädé, they: "Spiritual means these things should be zero." They say it should be zero. "No table, no chair, no house, no, no, no, no..." But that is (laughs) ignorance. Präpaïcikatayä buddhyä hari-sambandhi-vastunaù. The things which are usable by Kåñëa consciousness movement, if we give up them, prapaïcikä, as material, that is foolishness. That they do not know. They have yet to learn. It is Rüpa Gosvämé's injunction. Präpaïcikatayä buddhyä hari-sambandhi-vastunaù, mumukñubhiù parityägaù. Parityäga means giving up: "Oh, it is material." So we are not such fools, çünyavädé and nirviçeñavädé. We are not such fools. Arjuna, he thought that not killing is better than killing, but Kåñëa convinced him, "Yes, killing is better than not killing." Therefore he, after reading Bhagavad-gétä, he took it, "Yes, killing is better than not killing." Generally people understand not killing is better than killing. But Kåñëa explained to Arjuna, "No, if there is My desire, then killing is better than not killing." And that is knowledge. Therefore we have to carry out simply Kåñëa's order or His representative's order. Then it is all good. Either killing or not killing, it doesn't matter because it is coming directly from the Supreme. And that is spiritual. Otherwise why Kåñëa induced Arjuna to kill? He was presenting as very good man, that "I shall not kill." And that's.... Actually that is good. Even if you enemy excuse him, that is very good idea. But if it is not desired by Kåñëa, then it is bad. So our principle is: We have to act according to the desire of Kåñëa. Then it is good; otherwise bad. Kåñëa says, na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamäù. So in spite of advancement of knowledge, because they are not Kåñëa conscious, therefore they are all duñkåtinaù, all sinful men. That is the test. So it is very difficult to understand this philosophy, but this is the fact. We are not going to be followers of zero-vädés or impersonal-vädés. We remain completely in the varieties, but these varieties are usable only for the satisfaction of Kåñëa. That is spiritual. You cannot stop the varieties. You have to change the quality of the varieties. Just like we are eating. It is not possible to stop eating. Why shall I stop eating? But the quality is changed. It is prasädam.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Just like we're getting some money for our books.

Prabhupäda: The quality's changed.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They take that spiritual life is negation of anything that they're doing now, no more money, no more anything.

Prabhupäda: For our personal comfort, we, our students are lying on the floor. 

They are not using the money for purchasing nice furniture. 

No personal comfort. But if you say that "You are purchasing big, big car," yes, for going quickly to serve Kåñëa. Our service is main point. If I can go and serve Kåñëa within a minute, why shall I wait for one hour? So we take all advantages. After all, it belongs to Kåñëa. They say that "We have manufactured." That's all.... But we say that Kåñëa has manufactured. So they.... This philosophy, it is little difficult to understand by the dull men, that nothing is without Kåñëa. Everything.... Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam. Sarvam, when we say sarvam, how we can exclude this and that? Everything is in relationship with Kåñëa, sarvam. Sarvam means everything. So how can you discriminate, "This is material; this is spiritual"? The discrimination is that when it is not used for Kåñëa, that is material, and when it is used for Kåñëa, that is spiritual. That is the explanation of sarvam. Just like a thief has stolen my money. The money will be utilized. He'll spend it. I am spending, and he is.... Then why he's criminal. If you plea.... If you present this plea that "Money's for spending, so either you spend or I spend...," but that is not the idea, that the money.... 

My money means the money should be spent for my purpose, 

and because you have taken the money and spending for your purpose, 

therefore you are criminal. 

That is the distinction between material and spiritual. 

Money, or everything, belongs to Kåñëa. When it is utilized for Kåñëa, this is spiritual, and when it is not utilized for Kåñëa, that is material. Where is the difficulty to understand? You cannot say that "Yes, I have taken your money, so you are also spending. I am also spending. So why do you call me a criminal?" The answer will be: 

"Yes, you are not spending for me. 

You are spending for you. 

Therefore you are criminal." 

Is it very difficult to understand?

Puñöa Kåñëa: That last argument again? You're taking money?

Prabhupäda: The money belongs to Kåñëa.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So if you spend it for Kåñëa, then it is spiritual.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: And if you spend for your benefit, that is material. 

Where is the difficulty to understand? Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam, ahaà sarvasya prabhavaù, bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäm. Repeatedly says. Kåñëa is the supreme proprietor. 

So  when everything is used for the fulfillment  of the will  of the proprietor, 

that is proper use. 

Otherwise improper use. Just like we have given several times this example, "Keep to the right," "Keep to the left." So you are driving your car. The will is, government will is, "Keep to the right." As soon as you keep to the left, immediately you are criminal. You cannot put this argument, "What is the wrong? I am driving." 

"No, because you have violated my will, therefore you are..." 

The government will see. That is criminal. So everything.... Bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasä... He is the proprietor. He is the enjoyer. 

So because you have enjoyed without His permission, 

therefore you become criminal. 

You are punishable. Bhuïjate te tv aghaà päpam. You'll see this verse.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Bhagavad-gétä

Morning Walk                          April 21, 1976, Melbourne
Prabhupäda: One thing immediately inform Rämeçvara. In the Bhagavad-gétä yesterday they have edited "cattle-raising." But not cattle-raising. Cattle-raising means to grow and killing. That is the.... Means the rascals, they have edited.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Yeah, and we're.... (interference)

Prabhupäda: And "protection of cows," clearly.
Guru-kåpä: Chapter Eighteen, Bhagavad-gétä, that the vaiçyas work...

Puñöa Kåñëa: Oh, kåñi-go-rakñya.
Prabhupäda: Ah, kåñi-go-rakñya. Immediately inform them.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Okay. I noticed that also. I thought it was strange, some time back. (break)

Prabhupäda: Hayagréva edited. He thought, "cattle-raising." Not "cattle-raising," but the word.... There.... It is mistranslation.

(Ed: AND “vaniyam” means “trade” of the surplus production from that of plowing (kåñi) with the BULL and protection of cows, NOT “business” based on any foodstuffs or  industry connected with their SLAUGHTER.)

It is go-rakñya, "giving protection to the cows." Especially mentioned, go-rakñya, not otherwise. The animal-eaters may take other animals, but not cow. They can take the pig, goats, lambs, rabbits, so many others, if they at all want to eat meat, birds, these so many. There is no such mention that "Animals should be protected," no. "Cows should be protected." That is Kåñëa's order. (break) They have decided to kill the cow. They have decided, "No brain. Eat."

And our prayer is go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca,
"to do good to the brähmaëas and the cows."

Actually it is revolutionary to the modern age.

But how it is possible we say otherwise?

Room Conversation(3)              Melbourne, April 22, 1976                                                       Brian Singer: Do you find that in the translation from the thoughts and the Sanskrit to the English words, then from the English words to the mass of the people's heads, do you find that there is much loss?

Prabhupäda: No, if you have grasped the thought, that you can express in any language. But if you cannot grasp the thought, then you cannot express. So the.... Our translation is that we have to receive the thoughts as it is by the paramparä system. Therefore it is presented so nicely, and people like it. It is.... It is the value of the subject matter. That we have to receive from authorities. Just like any scientific book, say medical science. 

You cannot understand medical science by reading the books. 

It must be received through a medical man. Then it will be clear. 

Therefore the paramparä system.... Arjuna said, evaà paramparä... Kåñëa said, evaà paramparä-präptam. Everything is paramparä. If you receive the knowledge from the authority, then you are in perfect knowledge, simply by..., not by reading the books. Therefore our method is to accept the perfect guru to understand the subject matter. But still, if one reads the books as it is from authorities, there is chance of understanding. Real thing is training. So our institution is training, not only training, full knowledge, practical and theoretical. That is real scientific. If you give up one side, then you can give up the theoretical side, but practical side you cannot give up. Then you'll never come. The two sides, practical and theoretical.... So that is real scientific knowledge. So two sides are presented in our Kåñëa consciousness movement, and they are being thoroughly trained up. (pause) Take prasädam. (end) 

Room Conversation                 April 23, 1976, Melbourne

Devotee (1): ...social welfare, and also he's minister for sport and recreation. He has come to see you, and this is his secretary.

Guest: Well, I am very pleased to have the opportunity of meeting you. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Mother. Mätåvat para-däreñu. This is the original system of education in India, mätåvat para-däreñu, to think of all women except his own wife as mother. Para-dravyeñu loñöravat: "Others' money as the garbage in the street." Nobody touches the garbage. Mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat, ätmavat sarva-bhüteñu: "And one who sees all other living entities on the level of himself..." If you feel pinching, why should you pinch others? If one learns these three things, he is paëòita, he is learned. And another three things,
bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäà sarva-loka-maheçvaram
suhådaà sarva-bhütänäà jïätvä mäà çäntim åcchati
When you accept Kåñëa, or God.... When I say Kåñëa, Kåñëa means God. God is the proprietor of everything. Just take for example the United Nation. They are going and making noise, full speeches, for the last fifty years, but the fighting is going on. But they do not.... Why do they not pass a resolution that "This earth planet..." Take.... Only take this earth planet, earthly planet. Other you leave aside. "This is the property of God, and we are all sons of God. Let us enjoy the property of the..." But you will not allow. You Australian, you have got so much land. You won't allow anybody to come because you think it is your land.

Guest: Yes, I think, ah, if you're looking at the...

Prabhupäda: No, no, this is the principle. Actually it is not your land. You come from Europe.

Guest: I agree that it's not.

Prabhupäda: But you are now claiming it is your land. The Africans, they are claiming. So much land, you can produce ten times food grains for as many population as there are. Ten times milk is required, food grain is required. That is the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam.
Guest: If we produced all of the foods that we could produce and we literally gave them away to other countries that need them, we'd produce a tremendous disincentive in those countries for their own production. I don't think it's as easy, the world...

Prabhupäda: Production.... You take the total land as God's property, and all the population, they are sons of God.

Then whole problem solved. Everything solved.   

IF  ECONOMIC  problem is solved,
then social, political, religious, philosophical, 

EVERYTHING IS SOLVED.

[ED: i.e through God conscious fair distribution of land, if

Guest: If there was exchange for that money, I think you'd be right.

Prabhupäda: No money required. No money required.
Simply one is required to 

work to produce food grain. 

That's all. 

No money required.

And God has given us so much land that we can produce food grain and 

we can keep cows' milk, (Ed: our own “protected” cows)

and from milk we derive so many rich, nutritious, full of vitamins foodstuff 

that the whole economic question solved immediately. [ ]
Prabhupäda: But you must know first of all what is the aim of life 

and what is better. 

That we must know. So that is described in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that we are not interested in God; then whole thing is spoiled. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä ye bahir-artha-mäninaù. This will never be successful, and it is blind leadership

Prabhupäda: Therefore I say, andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. That is already dictated by Bhägavata. These leaders, rascals who are blind, and they are trying to lead other blind men. All of them are falling in the ditch.

Puñöa Kåñëa: In the case of Mahäräja Veëa there was some recourse for the brähmaëas. What can we do?

Prabhupäda: Yes, brähmaëas were controlling the kñatriyas.
They were obeying the instruction of brähmaëas.
THAT is social function.

The first-class man will give instruction to the government, 

and the government will carry the order, 

"Whether people are actually doing this?" Brähmaëa, kñatriya.
And vaiçya will produce food grain and milk SUFFICIENTLY.

(Ed: enough for those devotees COOPERATING in the other three orders so that we do not buy from the  SLAUGHTERHOUSE  SHOP and by PROPERLY PROTECTING COWS AND ENGAGING BULLS )

And the çüdras, they will help these three higher classes. That's all.

THIS is social system. (break)

The brähmaëas, they will be always engaged to make plan 

how people will be successful in the aim of life.

And that will be executed through the kñatriyas.
And the vaiçyas will supply foodstuff. 

(Ed: ONLY for those devotees following the principles, rising early, chanting 16 rounds daily and strictly cooperating in the four varnas within exemplary devotee communities)

Food is also required.

And good government is required, 

and nice direction is required.

This is brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya. 

And çüdra, they have no brain; 

they will abide by the orders of these higher sections, that's all. 

So our movement is creating first-class brähmaëa, and the kñatriyas, if they abide by our instruction--our instruction means Kåñëa's instruction--then everything will be nicely done. 

Morning Walk                         April 24, 1976, Melbourne

Guru-kåpä: Are they going to start on Mäyäpura building this year?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guru-kåpä: That is beginning?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Collect and spend. Collect and spend for Kåñëa, that is nice. I am therefore asking them to print books. I have got so much in the Book Fund. Print books. Let there be books stocked and no money stocked. (break) ...upaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje.
Guru-kåpä: Prabhupäda, we just got here.... Now we've just gotten one farm, two hundred acres. We're purchasing this next week. For eleven thousand dollars, two hundred acres.

Prabhupäda: Very cheap.

Guru-kåpä: And it is up north. It is just like India, very hot, and you can grow everything. Hot all year round.

Prabhupäda: So grow fruits, flowers, grains. Keep some men. It is very nice. (break) ...stones(?), they can go.

Guru-kåpä: Yes. They're aren't very attracted to it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: A little over fifty dollars an acre? Very reasonable.

Prabhupäda: Very cheap. Very cheap.

Guru-kåpä: Less than that.

Prabhupäda: That New Orleans, our farm? It was nice.
Guru-kåpä: Mäyäpura is the best farm.
Prabhupäda: Yes. And it will be still better when our plan is made.

Guru-kåpä: We want to set the example this year by also giving a big donation to Mäyäpura and also building here.

Prabhupäda: At the same time you see that it is not misspent.

That is another defect,

that our spending is not very frugal and spend like anything.

There must be.... But in India they want to cheat you, and you are very expert, being cheated.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It is our karma. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Not karma. You are working sincerely, that's all.

Guru-kåpä: We are expert cheaters also. That's how we get the money.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You are big cheaters. You don't cheat two rupees, three rupees. Two millions. (laughs) That is accusation, Alexander and the thief. The thief accused Alexander the Great that "What is the difference between you and me? I am a small thief; you are a big thief. That's all. Why you are punishing me? You are a big thief. You are doing same thing." Then he was let loose. "Yes, what is difference? (laughs) I am a big thief." (break) ...means Alexander the Great, actually he was great. Otherwise he is the emperor, and ordinary thief is accusing him and he said, "Yes, I am thief."
He admitted. That is greatness. That is greatness.

If he was not great, then he would have hanged him or punished him:

"Oh, you are so.... You are accusing me?" But no, he accepted.

That is greatness.

Mistake is one fault, but to accept that "I have done mistake," that is greatness.

Prabhupäda: There can be very peaceful condition of the whole world. Simply mismanaged by the rascal leaders.

Otherwise, people can live very peacefully,

eat sumptuously, save time,
and there is no necessity of stopping the bare necessities of life.

There is arrangement for eating, sleeping, sex life also. But not like fools and rascals. Like sane man. But this modern civilization, it is insane, crazy civilization. There is a little pleasure in sex life--simply sex life, increase sex life, spoiling everything. That is crazy. Eating--eat anything, any nonsense thing, and become a hog. Sleeping--oh, there is no limit, twenty-four hours sleeping if it is possible. Go on, this is going on. Eating, sleeping, mating. And defense--and discover atomic weapon, this weapon, that weapon, and kill innocent persons, unnecessarily, defense. This is going on.

But everything can be used properly for peaceful condition,

and when you become peaceful, no disturbance,

then you can very happily chant Hare Kåñëa and
your life becomes successful.
This is our program.

We don't want to stop anything. How it can be stopped? Whatever is the bare neces.... Just like we have taken sannyäsa. What is that? "Oh, we have no sex life only. Otherwise, we are also eating, we are also sleeping." So that is also stopped in good old age.

Room Conversation               May 4, 1976, Honolulu

Prabhupäda: From the very beginning I was asking to open restaurant and farm. Produce ghee in the farm and send to the restaurant, and make nice samosä, kachori preparation, and there will be no scarcity of money. And if you organize in this way, your whole country will be transferred into Kåñëa conscious country. Whole country. So, what about your China program? [ ]

Prabhupäda: No, what is their aim? After studying all these books, what do you think? What is the aim of China? What is the objective they are making progress towards?

Dhåñöadyumna: Their aim is that everyone should be materially comfortable. There should be no...

Prabhupäda: In that case, they should, if they have got sense.... Just like in the whole world, these American people are materially comfortable. But why they are producing hippies now?

Dhåñöadyumna: They see this as a fault of the system, capitalism. They say that capitalism means the enjoyment of the few at the...

Prabhupäda: Materialism means capitalism.

Dhåñöadyumna: Well, they want communistic materialism. In other words, by creating, forming communes, everyone will get equal portion of food and bedding and clothing and medicine.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not the fact. A man's tendency is that everyone wants to get more. So how they will check it? This is already proved in Russia.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They condemn Russia. They say Russia is a failure.

Prabhupäda: And similarly, they will have to condemn. 

If they follow the wrong path, they will have the wrong result. This is not...

Dhåñöadyumna: Their leader, Mao Tse Tung, he was very austere, and he is very moral, and he has these purges where he takes the men who he sees are not..., or who are trying to use their position for their own power, and he takes it away from them. They are constantly going through these purges of their system to insure that no one enjoys more than others, at the expense of others.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Artificial, though.

Prabhupäda: So that is artificial way of.... Unless one is prepared to.... Just like why they are inducing persons to sacrifice their accumulated wealth for the state? Why? Communistic idea that everyone should be equal. So if somebody has more than others, they want to take it away. Just like in India this policy is now growing. So everyone should give away, but now it is being done by law, by force. But that will not stay.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We also agree it's a failure.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Tamäla Kåñëa: It is bound to fail.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Unless you voluntarily give, it will be failure. You will try to find out ways how you can take everything.... Just like income tax. The government is trying to take more money from the public, and public is hiding them in black market. This is going on. Nobody is.... Even your Nixon, he also hidden some money from the income tax. Why? He is the head of the government. So one side, he is head of the government, try to take money from the public, but he personally himself, he is hiding. Why this defect?

Dhåñöadyumna: They will say that the system encourages man's greed, whereas their system...

Prabhupäda: No, no, system.... If the.... You cannot change the mind. If you have got mind to enjoy more, by force if I try to force you not to enjoy more, give to the state, this is a struggle. This is not perfect process.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They say that will be corrected by education.

Prabhupäda: Education.... That means what is that education?

Tamäla Kåñëa: They say that the.... They don't.... Of course, we say education means Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Education means they must learn to sacrifice everything for the topmost.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They say the topmost is the general mass of everyone, the proletariat, all people combined.

Prabhupäda: That's all right, general. But you know how to make general mass of people happy. That example we give, that the whole body.... You can make the whole body happy simply by supplying food to the stomach. That is the best way. And if you want to make happy every part of the body, individual, that will never be successful. You must know where to touch. Just like the huge machine is going on by the expert manipulation of the pilot. He is pushing one.... Works. Immediately the plane becomes.... It is.... So you must know where to touch. If.... I am layman, I am put into that, then, instead of putting here, I shall put my here, and then it will go down. "Ohhh." So finished. So this is nature's way, that you supply food to the stomach, and the energy will be distributed every part. You supply water to the root of the tree, it will be supplied everywhere. That you must know. Otherwise, if you.... Just like if you do not know, a expert, not expert, so he's advised, "Give to, the food to the stomach." "And in where?" "No, in the hole of the body." If he does not, which hole, then he will put somewhere, sometimes here, sometimes here, sometimes here, sometimes here. It will never act. Then you must know the science how to make everyone happy. If you do not know that, then your imperfect imagination will never be done, and that has become everywhere. Why there is difference of opinion even both of the communistic countries? Why there is difference of opinion between Russia and China? Because both of you do not know how to make everyone happy. That is the point.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They say, "For example, before we began our agricultural development, there was very poor agricultural produce all over the country due to lack of proper water. Now we have laid huge irrigation systems, and there is no more drought."

Prabhupäda: Therefore that is nature's way. Nature supplies you water. That is nature's way. That means you are making perfect according to the nature's way. But nature give you water; you produce profusely. But if you want to go above the nature, you produce without water.

Tamäla Kåñëa: (laughs) It can't be done.

Prabhupäda: Then we shall see that you have surpassed the laws of.... The laws of nature is there must be water. Nature is supplying. And you are trying to imitate. But if you say that "We can overpass the nature's law," then you produce without water. Then you'll be able. Then we shall see that you have gone above.... This, you are following the nature's. That is not surpassed. That is following little properly. Now you have arranged for water. That's very good. 
But if nature pours water, then you save so much labor. 
Do you know that, how nature will supply water profusely? 
You haven't got to make artificial arrangement for water. 
Do you know that? Ask them. We know that.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. Chanting produce plain living, high thinking. The modern leaders, they don't want.

Morning Walk                               May 27, 1976, Honolulu

...say, "Your food  is ready. Just little work."

Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Just produce food grain. Everyone will be happy.

But why they are producing motorcars only?
Puñöa Kåñëa: So they can go to the market and get the food. So they can drive to the market.

Prabhupäda: Why market? You can produce your food at home.

Interview with Reporter             Los Angeles, June 4, 1976
Reporter: Is there anyone who is designated to succeed you as the primary teacher of the movement?
Prabhupäda: I am training some, I mean to say, advanced students so that they may be very easily take up the charge. I have made them GBC. They are under my direct training, and I think they will be able to conduct this movement.

Reporter: Do you expect to name one person as your successor or have you already?

Prabhupäda: That I am not contemplating now. But there is no need of one person. As other things are managed, but by committee, so this can also be managed, and the committee may elect one person as chief. As, just like in the democracy there are senators and there is president, so it may be I may nominate or they can nominate.

Interviewer: What happens when that inevitable time comes when a successor is needed?

Rämeçvara: He is asking about the future, who will guide the movement in the future.

Prabhupäda: They will guide. I am training them.
Interviewer: Will there be one spiritual leader, though?

Prabhupäda: No, I am training GBC, eighteen all over the world.(Ed: OR as above)

Rämeçvara: His personal secretaries.

Interviewer: I see.

Rämeçvara: To see that the original teachings that Prabhupäda has given are not in any way changed.

Prabhupäda: (looking at bones?) Chicken?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, some animal, bigger animal.

Rämeçvara: Ribs? Lamb, sheep.

Prabhupäda: [break] ...kill. Simply kill. Paçu-ghna.

As soon as you become animal killer, 

Kåñëa consciousness finished.

[Ed: Conversely; Krsna consciousness develops concomitantly as we give up killing (beginning with being a willing participant through meat eating) until in entirety (consciously, complicitly, or otherwise).

Prabhupäda: [break]...say that all the ten thousand devotees, each of them is a moon, not a star.

Devotees: Jaya!

Tamäla Kåñëa: And you are the sun, Çréla Prabhupäda. We are just reflecting your light.

Puñöa Kåñëa: [break] ...do the work of many stars.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. Ekaç candras tamo hanti. Stars, they cannot do anything; they simply glitter, that's all. Glow-worms. [ ]

[break] (in car:)

Tamäla Kåñëa: What about July?

Rämeçvara: And this month, coming up, at the end of June, we are printing one million copies, just for one month's sale. For this Bicentennial celebration. There'll be so many people coming to the parks and monuments to observe this event.

Prabhupäda: [break] ...Kolan(?), the paper, most important theistic paper in India. And during Harivan Prasada's time, they were selling all ninety-five thousand. Between one lakh, nine thousands.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Nine thousand. Now it is ten times that. That organization now is finished.

Prabhupäda: Yes. There was no life.
Tamäla Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: But it was a good organization, that's all. On account of good organization, it was going on. But there was no life. The Marwaris, they can organize business very nicely.

Tamäla Kåñëa: First-class, yes. Same thing with even someone like Swami Chinmoyananda's group. It is organized nicely, but there is no...

Prabhupäda: No, no more organization also.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Really?

Prabhupäda: Organization is also finished. (Ed: when the life is finished, then organization).

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh. Jaya.

Prabhupäda: Mean.... Dead life organization, how long it will go on? Apräëasyeva dehasya maëòanaà loka-raïjanam... If this body is dead, how long keep it alive by simply painting? Is it possible?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: It will decompose.
Rämeçvara: So then everything, the church, everything.

Prabhupäda: Artificially.... Gundan camas kapalethabada-masa. (?) By artificial means you can keep a thing alive for six months. But what is destiny, that will go on all the time. Baòa mäsa. Baòa mäsa: "all the year." [ ]

Rämeçvara: [break] ...numbers of men, big temples, it is all due to our books, to your books. So I was thinking that if one day this Kåñëa consciousness movement becomes so powerful that even it is giving instruction to governments, that will also be because of...

Prabhupäda: That is very easy. If you increase the number of your devotees, government hears you(?). That is not very difficult thing. Simply you have to increase our supporters; then the government is there.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually, although the actual number of initiated devotees is still few, there is a growing, ever-growing number of sympathizers.

Prabhupäda: Supporters, yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Tremendous number, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: So you make good supporter, then government is yours.
Rämeçvara: Then it's all based on selling your books more and more.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: That is the principal way to increase our supporters and thus deliver the whole world. [ ]

Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, when I first came to this, to your movement, the first thing I was told is that Lord Caitanya's movement in this age will, like a moon, rise for ten thousand years. I was told that number, ten thousand years. Is that true?

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Rämeçvara: And then after that, they will...

Prabhupäda: This movement will go for ten thousand years without any impediment.

Rämeçvara: So that means increasing, because it's the nature of the spiritual energy.

Prabhupäda: It increases; you should take this opportunity.

Rämeçvara: Ten thousand years, there is a good opportunity to...

Prabhupäda: Many fallen souls will be delivered back to home, back to Godhead.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Very encouraging.

Rämeçvara: You once said that Christianity will die out. We will be the only religion left.

Prabhupäda: I do not remember that.

Rämeçvara: Someone told me like that.

Prabhupäda: Christianity's already dead. We are purchasing the churches.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That means dead.

Hari-çauri: And their priests are coming to join us as well.

Prabhupäda: See, this temple, this was closed. There was no men. And now balcony. In the same place, the same countrymen. That is the proof. This building. These boys and girls and men, they are not imported from India.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They are formerly Christians and Jews.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Morning Walk                    June 6, 1976, Los Angeles

(in car)

Rämeçvara: I was once told that these irregularities in the climate are due to sinful activities. Los Angeles has a very nice climate.

Tamäla Kåñëa: People I speak to, they say, "Yes, even in the last twenty years we can notice a great change in the weather patterns." People say that.

Prabhupäda: Disturbance means sinful atmosphere.
Rämeçvara: In Bhägavatam, you wrote that when there is a great storm or hurricane, some demon has taken birth.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And also that it is the king's responsibility to see that there is good weather. If there's good government then automatically...

Prabhupäda: Everything.
Tamäla Kåñëa: These buildings are churches, but they're all closed. But our churches are lively, even at four in the morning.

Prabhupäda: From four o'clock up to ten.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. Now there's twenty-four-hour kértana. So all day and night.

Rämeçvara: [break].... on the decline of the churches in America, and they say that the biggest reason in the last few years is that Pope, he issued one big statement against birth control and abortion. He said, "Catholics cannot practice birth control and should never have abortion." So they did not like this. So that is the biggest reason for the decrease in attending the church. They broke away from the authority.

Prabhupäda: That means if the church allows sense gratification without restriction, then they'll attend church. That is the conclusion.
Tamäla Kåñëa: They're dictating.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The mass is dictating. Same thing as in...

Prabhupäda: That means, conclusion is, on account of sinful life churches being closed. Not the Pope, but the sinful. Pope said, "You cannot do this sinful," and they are sinful. Therefore they desert their church.

Rämeçvara: Even the priests, they said that when the Pope issued that document, they lost faith in him as the representative of God.

Prabhupäda: Just see. Rascal priests also so sinful. Yes, they're supporting homosex.

So when the priests are sinful, the public is sinful, how the church will go on?
[Ed: this is proof that we are doing something not quite right.

Can you guess what is so sinful as to completely obfuscate and derail a Movement once poised to inundate the world?

You guessed it.

killing our mother , father and children (Ed: calves)

by neglecting His Divine Grace’s order to organize ourselves in the four occupations and cooperate]
Prabhupäda: Churches, they are expecting church must support abortion and child killing.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, yes, it is progressive. They feel that is the progressive way to think.

Rämeçvara: And the church should not interfere with their.... That is their decision.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It is personal life.

Prabhupäda: This is the rascal.

Tamäla Kåñëa: [break] You say no meat, fish or eggs, no gambling, no intoxicants, no illicit sex,

[Ed: this was/is  the beginning minimum standard authorized FOR THE TIME,

THEN “do not eat foodstuffs cooked by non-devotees”, “not offered to the Lord”,

THEN produce your OWN food, cloth and MILK, offer THAT and consume only 

THAT “if you want to SAVE yourself” from...]

and we are all coming gladly. That means you're offering something alternative. They're not offering any alternative.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they have nothing to give. Simply denial, how it will act?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Sometimes when I talk with Christians, I tell them that "The reason that you're not feeling any bliss is that you're not following the way Jesus lived. We are living like him. He was wearing robes, he was living simply. But you, you're living in big fancy buildings with so many washing machines and this machine, and that your whole life is complicated."

Prabhupäda: Grievous folly is that they are disobeying the Ten Commandments.
Rämeçvara: Disobeying.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That is the.... "Thou shalt not kill. Thou shalt not be an adulterer." Those are the big ones.

Rämeçvara: "Covet thy neighbor's property, steal. Dishonor the mother and father, the cow, the earth, God."

Prabhupäda: Cows?
Rämeçvara: Well, there's one of the Ten Commandments is "Thou shalt honor thy mother and thy father." But the mother is one of the cows, the earth. I mean the earth is the mother, the cow is the mother.

Prabhupäda: YES.
Rämeçvara: So they dishonor.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They have no eyes to see that actually we are following strictly the teachings of Jesus.

Rämeçvara: And they always say that Jesus ate fish. They always use that as an argument.

Prabhupäda: Jesus ate fish, therefore we shall eat our sons? Is that any reason? Jesus ate fish, therefore I shall eat my son.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And where does it say he ate any meat? Never. Simply fish. So we should tell them, "Then you eat fish, but don't eat meat. Stop meat-eating."

Hari-çauri: One of the great things is that they like to drink wine as well, because Jesus drank wine.

Rämeçvara: Yes, he drank wine.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But he didn't go to the bar. The way he drank wine was in a sacrifice. You're drinking in a bar. So anyway, we should tell them, if you...

Prabhupäda: Jesus drank wine, but nobody said Jesus is a drunkard.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Drunkard, exactly. And you can also, when you can do all the things that he did, then you can also drink wine.

Prabhupäda: No, Jesus was crucified, I shall crucify you. Come on. You're so pious that now you prepare to be crucified. Come on.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And you forgive me for doing it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. You take my sins and be crucified. Then I shall know that you are real (unclear). Take all my sins and I crucify you.

Rämeçvara: In the Caitanya-caritämåta, you wrote that Vaiñëavas like Väsudeva Datta, they're even greater than Jesus Christ.

Prabhupäda: Did I say?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. You said that Jesus only gave shelter to his few followers, but Väsudeva Datta prayed that the whole sinful activities of the whole universe...

Rämeçvara: "Be on me, I'll take them."

Tamäla Kåñëa: You said, I think it said, he was a thousand times greater. You wrote that in the purport.

Prabhupäda: Nature's law is not like that, that you suffer for me.

No. I suffer for my.

It is magnanimity that I'll suffer. 

Sometimes  they do so, but actually nature's law is different.

If you have committed theft, you will suffer; why I shall suffer? Even if I say in the court that "I'll go to jail," he'll not go. [break] ...city in the world except in America, such nice roads.

Hari-çauri: The Americans are expert at building highways.

Prabhupäda: They have got money and all these.... They want to do it (laughs) (unclear) money.

Rämeçvara: They use these arguments that they are civilized, that they are making progress.

Prabhupäda: Who?

Rämeçvara: Americans.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that I say also. That you are fortunate. Take Kåñëa consciousness and be the best nation in the world. Simply you take Kåñëa consciousness.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The Indians would argue that "Just see. The Americans are not so religious, but they have good material wealth."

Prabhupäda: No. In America, Kåñëa consciousness has developed. What you have done? Why don't you say?

Tamäla Kåñëa: But our forefathers have done, and just see the mess we are in because of it.

Prabhupäda: Forefathers ate ghee, so lick up your hand. My forefathers ate ghee.

Tamäla Kåñëa: All you have is dalda now,

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Why dalda? Your forefathers had ghee. You enjoy it now.

Rämeçvara: Actually, if we introduce ghee in America, we'll be very famous. That will make us very popular.

Prabhupäda: Yes, do it. You have got enough milk, you can do it.

{Ed: If we understand this to mean milk and ghee from America’s “unprotected” cows (“you have got enough milk”), in which way Ramesvara Prabhu may have understood it, Srila Prabhupada’s reply would be better framed in context of his overall progression for the Movement 

[such as introducing the idea of restaurants on the basis of ghee from the surplus milk from our farms, as well as numerous previous references to the need for varnasrama and farms (beginning more seriously with the morning walks of Vrndavana March, 1974, Hyderabad, Rome , Geneva etc.) for many initial reasons (such  as   for 

HYPERLINK  \l "forPROPERMANAGEMENT"
 the  proper management of material affairs, preaching by example, refuting 

HYPERLINK  \l "thatescaping"
communist et al accusations   of  “escaping” etc.)], 

since LATER references after July 8th (with one possible exception of Feb 1977) for some (or not so) mysterious  reason do NOT support the rationale of using slaughterhouse derived milk products... as we will try to explain... or maybe you will get the picture and pick it up...

and even if we come up with the reason that we were offering and serving “it” up already in our city temples with Srila Prabhupada’s tacit approval (as obviously what had been  going on since day one couldn’t be stopped overnight), and that he may have been ambivalent about or toying with the idea of co-existing standards, 

THE qualifying ultimatum of January 21st, 1977 personally to Ramesvara Prabhu (a prime leader who built up the American BBT to massive proportions) et al, cutting through ideas such as  “we are preaching,” “we have to think BIG, global” and “we have to have a Krsna conscious government first”, leave absolutely NO ROOM FOR DOUBT as to WHAT Srila Prabhupada ultimately meant specifically for the sake of saving his beloved disciples, the Movement and practical preaching for the welfare of the whole world INCLUDING the cows, no less}
Rämeçvara: I was thinking yesterday, Çréla Prabhupäda, that as our movement becomes greater and greater, then taking Kåñëa prasädam at a restaurant or at our Sunday feast will be like a national pastime.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Everyone in the country.

Prabhupäda: And the Rathayäträ also.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, it will be like going to the ball game.

Prabhupäda: Rathayäträ, introduce in every city. You have already got some national holiday?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: You'll get everywhere. 

In this way, one day we'll capture the whole government, 

and you'll become the president.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Rämeçvara.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (laughter)

Rämeçvara: You said Balavanta.

Prabhupäda: Balavanta may be his secretary. He can.... (laughter)

Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, I was told you once said that he would be in the White House before he's forty years old.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) No, I did not.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That was only to encourage him.

Rämeçvara: Oh, to encourage him. Also, Çréla Prabhupäda...

Prabhupäda: If you bring public in your favor, it is not difficult.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's a fact. You have to bring them in your favor.

Prabhupäda: Yes. "A Kåñëa conscious man. He's a Kåñëa conscious man. Give him vote." This opinion. That's all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It will happen gradually.

Rämeçvara: One day our men will be leaders of government?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Leaders means as soon as you make the public in your favor, you are leader.

Rämeçvara: But they'll actually manage the government?

Prabhupäda: Yes, why not? That is Kåñëa's desire. The Kurukñetra battle was for this purpose. The Päëòavas should be on the throne, not the Duryodhana. This is Kåñëa consciousness movement. All round, not that we're simply chanting. We're fighting also.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Arjuna monks.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes...All-round...They may not misunderstand us that we are...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Pacifists.

Prabhupäda: Pacifists, or a sect of religious faith.

We want to remold, remodel everything.

Hari-çauri: That's something we have to get out of their heads, that we're just some kind of select sect or something.

Prabhupäda: That they'll understand as they read our books. That we are all-round reformer.

Rämeçvara: They have created so many problems, that to manage their government is the biggest headache.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: They've created so many problems to solve. (apparently reading sign) (pause)

Prabhupäda: South Pacific Railway? ISKCON government means this, stop all these four things. No slaughterhouse, close. The meat-eaters may become agitated, they may complain, "No, you are not forbidden to eat, you can eat, but slaughter in your house."

Tamäla Kåñëa: Natural death.

Prabhupäda: The government is not going to maintain slaughterhouse, that's all. We don't forbid you; you can do at your home.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. The cows will die one day from old age, then they can eat.

Prabhupäda: Yes, if you like to eat, the dead cow. Just like you are eating...(break) (end)

Room Conversation(3)             Los Angeles, June 10, 1976

Prabhupäda: That  is his blessing. He wanted; I tried. That's all. 
Whatever is being done, it is by his desire. Vaiñëava sata saìkalpa.(?) 

Whatever  he desires,  THAT  is to be  fulfilled.

(Ed: “that is destined to be successful and will be fulfilled”)

Yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau [ÇU 6.23]. 

Therefore, full faith in guru, that is the prime factor of success. 

Not any other things, no qualifications, no education, 

only strong faith in guru. 

Yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. 

This is the secret.
So whatever little success is there, that was only this qualification, that I wanted to serve him. That's all. Otherwise, there was no business of coming here at the age of seventy years.

Prabhupäda: Just see (laughs). You want to mitigate some misery, and the process is still more miserable. Is it not?

Hådayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: They are trying to solve one problem, but creating another hundreds of problems.

Bharadväja: What are some of the examples?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Bharadväja: What is some example of that?

Prabhupäda: Just like you create a motorcar for easy transportation, and you have experience: the power problem, the accident problem. If there is no power problem, you get more petrol, and you commit more accidents. And you stop car, then you are unable to move, because you now you have created city. If you want to go to consult a doctor, you have to go thirty miles from your residence. You require doctor, but because you have now car, you have big, big roads. So your doctor, medical consultant, is living thirty miles off. So you have to ride on cars to go to the market, to go to the office, to go to the medical man. So car is required. And as soon as car is there, the accident is there, and there is, power shortage is there, you require big, big roads, so on, so on, so on.

Hari-çauri: Pollution.

Prabhupäda: So where is the solution of your problems? It has created more problems.
Kértanänanda: So village life is best.

Prabhupäda: That is the best life.

That you develop.

It will be an ideal thing. You haven't got to go office fifty miles off.

Just get little vegetables and

 MILK, bas, 

your problem is solved.

It is practical. Why you should go fifty miles off?

Rädhä-vallabha: In New York, to go to work, they go into the subway car, and there are so many people...

Prabhupäda: That... Not only, the ferry, steamer, bus, train, subway, cars, there are so many things. I've seen it. They start for going to the office early in the morning, and they come back at eleven o'clock at night. And few hours, that is their family life. And that hours are wasted by sleeping and by sex. This is their life. And to forget all these miserable conditions, drink. This is civilization.

Hådayänanda: Horrible.

Rädhä-vallabha: My father used to get up very early in the morning to go to work, and he would be so tired from going to work, as soon as he got home, he would just eat and immediately fall asleep. I'd ask him why he was working so hard, he would say, "Simply to support the children." But now he has no more wife, no more children, and he's still working the same.

Prabhupäda: Horrible civilization. Chant Hare Kåñëa.

Rädhä-vallabha: They say they have no time.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) All right, come to New Vrindaban, we shall give you food. That they won't come.

Rädhä-vallabha: They have to work.

Devotee: They are afraid of nature.

Kértanänanda: So Çréla Prabhupäda, I'm going back tonight.

Prabhupäda: Why so soon?

Kértanänanda: To get ready for your coming.

Rädhä-vallabha: I think that's all Kértanänanda Mahäräja ever thinks of, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Rädhä-vallabha: I think all Kértanänanda Mahäräja ever thinks of is when you are coming.

Prabhupäda: I am also thinking of their fresh vegetables and fresh milk. (devotees laugh) Which is not avail...

Hayagréva: Remember the first time you came? You walked up the road. Our car, we tried to take you in the car, but it didn't work, it broke. Power wagon.

Kértanänanda: It got stuck.

Prabhupäda: ALL fresh vegetable, fresh milk, this is celestial. 

Who has got the opportunity in the city? Automatically.
Garden Conversation             Los Angeles, June 10, 1976

Prabhupäda: So the modern civilization, there is no program for peaceful, happy life. Things are becoming more and more problematic. Everywhere. Here our Kértanänanda Mahäräja is asking everyone to go to his New Vrindaban. There is no problem. We have seen yesterday pictures of our New Vrindaban. There is no problem. Practical. If you can see the picture, you'll see that they have no problem. Is there any problem?

Rädhävallabha: Sometimes there is too much milk.

Prabhupäda: (laughter) Huh? That he can send to us.

Milk is so nice that  it cannot be wasted,  even a drop.
First of all you get milk, that is the Indian system.

So there is a big milk pan, and as soon as the milk is drawn it is put into the pan.

The pan is in the fire.  (Ed:”NO need for electricity”)

So as much as you like, 

(ED: FRESH milk is the FIRST PRIORITY for consumption)

DRINK MILK, children, elderly persons.

Then at night, when there is no demand for milk, 

it is converted into yogurt, not wasted.
Whatever balance milk is there is converted into yogurt. Then in daytime also you take yogurt, as much as you like.

IF it is not all consumed, then it is stored in a pot. Then when that pot is enough stored, then you churn it. Churn it, and you get butter and the, what is called?

Buttermilk.

So again you take buttermilk with cäpäöi and everything, not a single drop is lost.
Then the butter, you melt it, convert into ghee and store it, it will stay for years.
So not a drop of milk can be wasted. And this butter,

because in the village they are eating so much milk products,

(Ed: fresh milk, yoghurt, buttermilk and whey)

they do not require butter or ghee.
Maybe little, so that is stored.
They go to the city. The city men they require, especially. Ghee is very important thing in the city. So they purchase. So in exchange of that money, whatever they want, they purchase in the city and come back.

But the simply maintaining the cows, their economic problem is solved.

(Ed: i.e  food is the whole economic problem and milk is the complete food)

Simply maintaining the cows. And to maintain cow there is no difficulty. The boys.... Just like Kåñëa, as boy, was taking the cows, the calves, in the fields. They are grazing here and there, and coming back they're giving milk. Only one attendant required to take them into the pasturing ground and bring them back home. 

You don't require to give them food even. 

Simply take care, they give milk, and with milk you make so many preparations. Yes?

Dr. Wolfe: Last year, I drove with Svarüpa Dämodara through Texas on the way to Atlanta, and I thought so much.... We watched those thousands and thousands of cattle, only beef cattle, only for slaughtering, not one milk cow anymore. And I was so acutely aware of what I had learned from you.

Prabhupäda: They do not know the civilized way of life. They are still barbars, called?

Devotees: Barbarians.

Prabhupäda: Barbians, ah, barbarians. In the jungle, the barbarians,

they do not know how to produce food, how to utilize milk.

They can kill animals. That is also not like this, by machine you kill thousands of cows. They did not know this. For their simple eating they might have killed some animals, not particularly cow.

Perhaps they were not killing cows because they were getting milk. 

(Ed: by protecting cows themselves through cooperation in varnasrama, not from the slaughterhouse:)

Other, nonimportant animals.

But what is this civilization?
I learned that in South Africa, before killing the cows,

they take the last drop of milk, and then it is sent to the slaughterhouse.

They (Ed: WE) are so expert that if there is still little milk, take it before her death.

Is that civilization, that you (Ed: WE) are taking milk...?

So Vedic civilization is as you are drinking milk from the cow, she's your mother.

Actually she's mother.

But what is this civilization, killing mother? Hm?

Is that civilization?

Take from mother whatever she can deliver up to the last drop of milk,

and then kill her.

Advanced civilization, scientific. (Ed: producing milk, butter and ghee for “Krishna”).

Killing (Ed: “vegetarian” “devotee”) scientifically.

THIS IS NOT CIVIL I Z A T I O N.

Morning Walk                             June 11, 1976, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: The prisoners.... Haridäsa Öhäkura was very well known, so all of them assembled and offered him respect. Haridäsa Öhäkura blessed them, "Stay in this condition." (laughs) So they were surprised, that "We offered respect, and the blessing is that 'Stay in this....' " Then they were explained, " 'Stay in this condition' means your attitude to offer respect to a Vaiñëava." That was the intent, not that "You stay in the prison house." Viñëu, Vaiñëava, offering respect.... (break) ...ärädhanam. When Pärvaté inquired from Lord Çiva what is the best form of worship, he advised, viñëor ärädhanaà param: "Oh, to worship Lord Viñëu is the best form of..." Then he said, tasmät parataraà devi tadéyänäà samarcanam: "And greater than viñëor ärädhana, Viñëu worship, is to worship tadéyänäm, anything in connection with Viñëu." Anything.... That is Vaiñëava. Just like we are worshiping tulasé, tulasé plant. Why tulasé plant? It is a plant only, not even human being. Tadéyänäm. Because tulasé is liked by Kåñëa. Similarly, anything in connection with Viñëu, to worship, that is better than Viñëu worship.

Kértanänanda: King Pratäparudra, he got the clothes of Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Kértanänanda: Caitanya Mahäprabhu sent some cloth to King Pratäparudra, and he worshiped it just like Viñëu.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, yes, yes.

Hari-çauri: Oh, I've got a handkerchief here, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Viñëor ärädhanaà param.... (japa) (break) ...philosophy is very, very difficult, undoubtedly. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye. Therefore I wrote that poetry, that "How they'll understand?"

Kértanänanda: Does that mean difficult to understand or difficult to practice?

Prabhupäda: It is very difficult to....

Sarva-dharmän--everything to give up, except Kåñëa. It is very difficult.

Sarva-dharmän. They are proud if they are little rich.

And America is very proud. They are trying to accumulate money, and we are trying....

We say, "Give up this nonsense."
Is it very easy thing, that

"For Kåñëa consciousness movement we shall give up everything,

our attempt to earn money"?
Nobody will accept it.

"Our industry, our trade, our opulence--everything we shall leave?"
But the meaning is that. Yes. Who will take it?

Jïänés, yogis, the same thing—

"Oh, I am so.... I am great yogi.

So many people considers me that I am God, and I shall give up this profession?"

Is it possible?


Who will do it? Caitanya-caritämåta there is a verse, eta saba chäòi' ära varëäçrama-dharma, akiïcana haïä...(?) That's it.

Varëäçrama, even varëäçrama-dharma one has to give up. (japa--break)

...department asked me, "Swamiji, how long you want to stay here?" (laughs) I said.... I thought that "I have got this sponsoring one month, maybe another month. So two months." I thought, "Two months is a very long duration, because I'll not be able to do anything.

As soon as I will put my program, they will be: 'Go away, please.' "

I was under this impression. "Let me try." That is the subject matter of the poetry, that "I have no hope.

Who will accept this, especially in this country, so much engrossed in materialistic way of life? And I shall say, 'Give up everything.' Who will take it?" [ ]

Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, you said yesterday, or a few days ago, that this movement will go on unimpeded for ten thousand years, so...

Prabhupäda: Yes, provided we keep it uncontaminated. You should take this opportunity. [ ]
Interview with Jackie Vaughn (Black Congressman)      June 12, 1976, Detroit
Jackie Vaughn: As a lawmaker for the State of Michigan, every day I'm struggling. I know what you're saying. I would like to. And then my surrounding is what they call much more practical.

Prabhupäda: No, it is also practical. We do not propose anything which is impractical.

Jackie Vaughn: But it's so...

Prabhupäda: What do you think in our movement is impractical? I have given you a practical example that you are paying so much money to the suffering women, especially who have got children but no husband. So, but what is the result? They're not satisfied. They're still committing sinful activities. So the money, giving money, we're giving, is no solution. That is practical. And here, the same girl, I do not give her any money, but by Kåñëa consciousness, they're satisfied. It is practical. So therefore people should be enlightened with Kåñëa consciousness. Then problems will be solved. Otherwise, even you give him some money, that money will be spent and no satisfaction. This is failure. Our monetary problem.... Actually, we have no monetary problem. Kåñëa has given us money. Our expenditure is more than, I think, two hundred thousand dollars daily. Hm? What is our total expenditure, can anyone say?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Well, with all the constructions, perhaps it's very high.

Prabhupäda: But we are getting money. We have no money, but still we can sit down in such a nice palace. This is practical. So money is not problem. The problem is godlessness. So as soon as there is godlessness, there will be suffering, different types of suffering. That is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä:
daivé hy eñä guëa-mayé mama mäyä duratyayä
mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te

Problem, mäyä is problem.

Morning Walk                                      June 13, 1976, Detroit

Prabhupäda: There is no first-class men. All fourth-class men. They do not know what is first-class men. If one has got money, then he's all right. That is Kali-yuga. No qualification. But if you have got money, then it is all right. You are big man. Money's everything at the present moment. People, they are trying to accumulate money by all means. Never mind first class, second class, third class, bring money any way. Rather, if one does not drink, he's a third-class man. And if one drinks, he's first-class man. Civilized.

your sales." Tell them. "And we are going to stop your sales. Instead of helping you for selling your books, we are going to stop all these nonsense books. That is our mission." Tad väyasaà tértham. That is explained in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Na yad vacaç citra-padaà harer yaço jagat-pavitraà pragåëéta karhicit, tad väyasaà tértham uçanti mänasäù [SB 1.5.10]. That verse, that however nicely it is written with..., what is called, metaphor, poetic ornaments and very good language, grammatical set-up, and so on, so on. So that, although it is very nicely written from literary point of view, but because it does not contain any glorification of Kåñëa, it is just like the spot where the crows take pleasure. Crows. The crows means they go the nasty place where all nasty things are thrown. They take pleasure there. So all these other literatures, they are meant for the crows. And this literature is meant for the swan, paramahaàsa, white swans. So it is not the bodily color. It means those who are advanced in their development of life, consciousness, it is meant for them. It is not for the crows, who are still eating all nasty things in the garbage. Crows, they do that. They take pleasure where there are garbage, all nasty things and.... And the big swans, they will like water like this, garden like this. That is.... Even in the lower animals, there is difference between the crow's society and swan's society. (police car sounds) What is this?

Mädhavänanda: Police car.

Prabhupäda: Oh? Police cars very often visit this quarter?

Mädhavänanda: No.

Hari-çauri: Çréla Prabhupäda? It's nine o'clock.

Prabhupäda: It may be ten o'clock. (laughter) What is the difference when here and there? (Prabhupäda laughs) Just like a blind man, he's sleeping, now his son is getting, "Please rise, it is now morning." So he said, "For me, morning and evening is the same thing. I am blind." Kebä rätra kebä din. "For me, there is no difference between day and night, because I cannot see anything."

Rakñaëa: Because you see only Kåñëa all the time, Çréla Prabhupäda, it doesn't matter whether you're in the room or in the garden.

Prabhupäda: So you want to see something other than, better than Kåñëa? So ärati time is now? No. If you have to go, you can go.

Hari-çauri: No. The main ärati is finished at seven o'clock. (end)

Morning Walk                             June 14, 1976, Detroit

Prabhupäda: ...point out material development of civilization is artificial. It is not meant for that.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It is patchwork.

Prabhupäda: India has been frustrated. [ ]
Makhanläl: There are many different levels of pure devotional service?

Prabhupäda: Pure devotional service is one. So long you are not on the pure platform, there are many. [break]

Makhanläl: ...between the neophyte devotee who is following the principles.

Prabhupäda: Neophyte devotee is not on the topmost platform. He's learning. (loud foghorn blowing in background)

Makhanläl: So a neophyte devotee who's following the principles of sädhana-bhakti is still considered pure devotee?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes.

Makhanläl: So at different levels of advancement of pure devotional service.

Satsvarüpa: Prabhupäda once gave the example of a mango, that when the mango is raw, it's still a mango. Then it becomes ripe—also a mango. So pure devotional service is different when we begin.

Prabhupäda: So raw condition and ripe condition is not the same. The mango is the same.

Devotee (1): The captain of that boat must know that you're here on the island today, because those whistles that he just blew were salutes. It's a master salute from the best man to the best man. He must know that you are here.

Devotees: Jaya! Haribol!

Makhanläl: In the Sixth Canto of the Bhägavatam you made a statement that if a devotee chants the holy name even once inoffensively, this protects him eternally. Is it possible for a devotee...

Prabhupäda: Why you take advantage of chants one only? Why not sixteen? Opportunist. (laughter) Not devotee.

Makhanläl: If one has even a small amount...

Prabhupäda: This material calculation is not made by a devotee. When one is devotee, he'll chant more and more. He'll aspire, "If I could get millions of tongues and trillions of ear, then I could finish. That is devotee. And one is thinking how to finish it by chanting once, he's not devotee. That is neophyte stage. Therefore the regulation is you must chant sixteen rounds at least. Because he'll simply try to avoid it by his so-called intelligence.

Makhanläl: It's possible for even a neophyte to chant offenselessly?
Prabhupäda: Not possible, but he has to do it. This is offense, to think that "I have chanted once; my all sinful activities are now neutralized." This is offense. Nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. This is the offense. [break]

Makhanläl: Chanting, following the orders of the spiritual master...

Prabhupäda: That's all right. No calculation.

Makhanläl: Is that considered offenseless chanting?

Prabhupäda: Hmm? Yes. You follow strictly the instructions. If you commit offense, how it is offenseless?

Makhanläl: It's considered offenseless if, chanting, if one follows the orders of the spiritual master carefully?

Prabhupäda: There may be offense. You should go on chanting. That will be adjusted as you advance in chanting. Harer näma harer näma, harer näma eva kevalam [Cc. Ädi 17.21]. Simply go on chanting. We shall see later on what is offense and not offense. (laughter) Chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, not for any profit. But go on serving Him. That's all. Material calculation, "Now, this much I have profited..." [break]
Room Conversation with Ambarisa and Catholic Priest         Detroit, June 14, 1976.

Prabhupäda: No, he said that "Give me the same money as the capitalist will spend in six months. I shall spend every day. I shall get that money every day and I shall spend it." 

So this worker class, there is no culture. 

You may pay them heavy amount of money, but they will spend it and remain a poor man. 

Because he has no culture.

Stansky: This is true.

Prabhupäda: You see... They earn sufficient money, but see their home. See their home. You America, you have given them equal rights, they are getting money, but they have no culture. Therefore you may pay them as much as you like, but still poverty-stricken. In Africa also I have seen that they have got their own kingdom, independence, but if we go to the African slums, they are poverty-stricken, wretched. 

So this civilization will not endure.

If there is no culture,

simply by money you cannot maintain  a  standard of civilization.
That is not possible. Now the American leaders they are thinking,

"Let us have money, then everything..."
Of course, by money you are covering all the defects of the social culture.

but this will not endure.

Day will come and everything will be exposed.

Therefore culture required.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Prabhupäda was explaining how in India even the poorest people, they live, husband, wife, family, like this, in very...

Prabhupäda: Happy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: ...simple quarters.

Prabhupäda: Happily they live. As soon as there is no quarrel between the husband and wife, the home will be happy. And as soon as there is misunderstanding between husband, wife, it will be hell. So the principle is the husband honestly tries to earn livelihood, and at home the wife should be so intelligent that whatever money the husband has earned, she'll manage. She'll not demand, "Bring money, bring money, bring money. Otherwise it cannot be..." Then the home will be happy. So where is that training?

Stansky: Well, there is no training here, there is no culture, as you pointed out.

Prabhupäda: No, I mean to say culture, not training.

Stansky: As a matter of fact, even among the educated classes in the United States, there is no culture. There are no cultural roots.

Prabhupäda: No, no culture. 

There is no culture. 

There is no standard social life. Simply hodgepodge. 
So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is the only hope 
to bring everything in proper order. 

Everything is explained in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

So America is the leading nation of the world. 

If you work on the principle of Bhagavad-gétä and train up your people, 

it will be ideal state and example for the whole world. 

At least a certain section of the American population should be ideal. That will also do. Not that..., we cannot expect cent percent will take Kåñëa consciousness. That is not needed. 

But if there is one section of the people ideal, that will be followed. 

We want to create that section, our Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Garden Conversation                  Detroit, June 14, 1976

Prabhupäda:

Unless there is division of activity, nothing can be done perfectly well.

The natural division is there in the body--the head, the arms, the belly and the legs. 

Similarly, in the social body also there must be the heads, the intelligent class of men, brähmaëa. Then everything will go on smoothly. And, at the present moment, there is no intelligent class of men. All laborer, worker class of men, fourth class. No first class, second class. Therefore (S)society is in chaotic condition. There is no brain.

Jayädvaita: Their only objection, when we present that there's brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsa, then they become automatically hostile, because they understand that we're against sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Sense gratification is animal civilization. And sense control is human civ.... Sense gratification is not human society. Sense gratification is not human civilization. That they do not know. Their central point is sense gratification. That is the defect. They are running on an animal civilization as human civilization. That is the defect. Sense gratification is animal civilization. And actually they are animals. If they can kill their own child, it is animal. Just like cats, dogs, they kill their own child. What is that? It is animal civilization. Who was talking that child is put into the, what is that, left luggage?

Hari-çauri: Left-luggage lockers. Trivikrama Mahäräja, in Japan. He said over two hundred thousand, uh, twenty thousand babies, they put them in a left-luggage locker and leave them.

Prabhupäda: Busway station? Railway station? Leave luggage. Put it and lock it, then not coming back. Then when there is bad smell.... This is going on. 

This is simply animal civilization. (Detroit, June 14, 1976)
Taking the last drop of milk from the cow

and immediately send it to the slaughterhouse.

They (WE) are doing like that.

Before sending to the slaughterhouse, they draw out the last drop of milk from the cow.

And immediately killing.

So you require the milk, you are taking so much milk, without milk you cannot.... And the animal from whom you take milk, she's your mother.
They (we) forget this.

Mother supplies milk, she supplies milk from her body, and you are killing the mother? Is that civilization? Killing mother? And milk is necessary. Therefore you are taking the last drop of it. Otherwise, what is the use of taking the last drop of milk from the cow? It is necessary. So why not let her live and supply you milk, and you can make hundreds and thousands of very nourishing palatable preparation from milk? Where is that intelligence? Milk is nothing but transformation of the blood. So instead of taking the blood, take the transformation and

live nicely, like honest gentlemen. No.
They  are not even gentlemen. Rogues, uncivilized.

If you want to take meat, you can kill some insignificant animals like hogs and dogs which have no use. You can eat them, if you at all eat. That was allowed, hogs and dogs are allowed. Because no gentleman class will take meat. It is lower class. So they were allowed, "All right, you can take hogs, çvapaca." Lower class of men, they were taking hogs and dogs. Still, they are taking. So if you want meat, you can kill these unimportant animals. 

Why you are killing the animal whose last drop of milk you require? 

What is the sense? 

And as soon as you take Kåñëa, He killed Pütanä but gave her the position of the mother. 

Because Kåñëa felt obliged, that "Whatever the Pütanä's intention may be, but I sucked her breast, so she's My mother." 

So WE are taking milk from the cow. 

The cow is not MY mother?
Who can live without milk?

And who has not taken cow’s milk? 

Immediately, in the morning, you require milk.

And the animal, she's supplying milk, she's not mother? 

What is the sense?

Mother-killing civilization. 

And they (WE) want to be happy.

And periodically there is great war and wholesale massacre...    [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes, increase farm projects.
It is very nice project.

Self- dependent.

Very good. 

Krsna personally,  He lived in village, farm, cows, calves, land, Govardhana Hill.

It is very nice. Land, in America, you have got so much land.

Produce vegetable, grains, milk, eat sumptuously, no economic question. [ ]

Prabhupäda: IDEAL. Let there be an ideal section,

our people, our MEN.
And do your personal advancement. But that much.... 
If people come, it's all right.

Otherwise, we must make our own life successful. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. (pause) If we get this land we can cultivate some grains, foodstuff. On account of this water facility you can grow so many things, vegetables, fruits, foodgrains, very nice. Keep cows. (break)

Industrial civilization will fail.

They are manufacturing simply cars. The time is approaching very swiftly when there will be no more demand for cars.

Mädhavänanda: Already it's failing. They are making so many cars now, and people aren't purchasing. In the newspaper, you see big pictures of huge miles of lots of unsold cars. The whole motorcar business, industry, is going down.

Dhåñöadyumna: They have another trick. Now they make them very cheap so the cars will break down every year.

Prabhupäda: But if I don't want it, either cheap or dear, who cares for it? If I don't want that. There was a statement by some Pope that "If the crown of England is offered to me at very cheap price, so why shall I accept it? What shall I do with it?" That is the..., that if I don't want a car....
Suppose if we advance our farming program, who will want the car?
Theoretically, accept it, that we shall remain in the farm.

Then where is the necessity of car?  [ ]

Prabhupäda: (break) ...too hot. At night, of course, it is not hot.

They lie down in open place like this on  a  cot.

Very pleasing sleeping.

Every morning, this place should be washed with water. Then it will be very nice.

Then we can sit down and chant all day and night, Hare Kåñëa.

What is the wrong there?

Kértanéyaù sadä hariù. Haridäsa Öhäkura was doing that. But don't imitate. But I mean to say, if you do that, where is the problem? (break) ...I think you can

acquire some land through the government for agriculture and cow protection.

There are so many, so much vacant land. 

I think they will accept community proposal. 

Sometimes invite some important government officials; let them see what you are doing.        [ ]

Prabhupäda: No, we are not going to do that. Better make it a doll exhibition. And give them prasäda free. Restaurant in the city, that is all right. Not here. Nobody will come to the restaurant from the city. That is not possible. But we give them free prasäda. (japa) (break)

Makhanläl: ...Prabhupäda, you mentioned that soon there will not be so much use for automobiles. What will be our means of spreading the saìkértana movement?

Prabhupäda: We shall walk. You'll have good exercise. (laughter)

Makhanläl: By oxcart also?

Prabhupäda: If possible; if not, walk. What is that?

Hari-çauri: Maybe we can develop some mystic opulence and walk on the water.

Prabhupäda: Here, in this world, everything has got six changes. Birth, then stay, and then develop, then by-products, then dwindle, then finish. Everything. So the motorcar civilization, it was born. And now the time has come it is dwindling, and it will be finished. Just like railway; railway no more interested, anybody. But when it was invented, it was very important. Now it is useless. That is the nature of everything here in this material world. It cannot be permanent benefit. That they do not know. They become very enthusiastic when some new thing is born. Child is born, I am very happy. The same child, when he's dead, I am unhappy. But one must know: what is born, it will die. So everything material has got a period of development, then it dwindles, and then finishes. So from this nature's law, we can see this motorcar attraction, utility, it will finish. It will not stay.

Room Conversation(4)                   June 15, 1976, Detroit
Prabhupäda: So food problem can be solved simply by accepting.... 

That is also stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. Find out. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. How everyone can.... Find out.

Dhåñöadyumna: "All living bodies subsist on food grains which are produced from rains. Rains are produced by the performance of sacrifice, and sacrifice is born of prescribed duties."

Prabhupäda: So if you produce enough food grains, 

both the man and the animal will live very peacefully. Food grains. 

And I've seen in your country, in America, in Africa, in Australia, so much vacant land without producing food grains. So men are not engaged to produce food grains, but they are brought in Detroit to manufacture of wheels of motorcar.

Kern: For ambulances to bring the sick to the doctor.

Prabhupäda: So we have to correct this. First of all, produce food.
Scheverman: So if I understand you correctly, you are saying utilize intelligence to correct the problem. Produce more food rather than worry about the fact.... So that the poor can have to eat and the animals can have. So your approach, then, is not one of direct assistance to the person who is starving or suffering, but rather indirect, utilizing intelligence to produce food.

Prabhupäda: I shall request that.... There is no question of Eastern, Western. Now people are intermingling.

Now I think that we shall have institution, especially in America, to train these first class, second class, third class, and the balance fourth class.
Who cannot take up any training, they are fourth class.
So how they should be trained up, that indication is there. It is not the question of Eastern and Western. You become peaceful... [ ]
Prabhupäda: Honesty. So there are so many things.

If we want to make the whole human society very peaceful and happy,

then we have to divide the society into four classes.
Not that everyone will be peaceful.

That is not possible.

But if we have an ideal class of men who is following 

austerity, peacefulness, purity, knowledge, 

people will learn: "Oh, here is the ideal class."
Garden Conversation                       Detroit, June 15, 1976

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Your America has got so much money. Has it solved all the problems? Our Ambaréña Mahäräja will answer.

Ambaréña: What is the question, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Question is that your forefathers and fathers have got so much money, whether it has solved the problems of life?

Ambaréña: No, it hasn't solved any of their problems. It has multiplied them. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: He is the best.... He could have personally owned this palace and lived very luxuriously. He has got the means. But he did not like that. He gave it to the Vaiñëavas. So money cannot solve the problems. That is not possible.

Devotee (1): This is a very logical argument of preaching. When you tell them that the standard of happiness is not material opulence, people are willing to accept, because they see they are not becoming more happy.

Prabhupäda: They think like that, but that is not the solution of problems. So you discuss on this point.

Dhåñöadyumna: They think like that because of false propaganda. So if we counterattack with the right propaganda, people will hear it.

Prabhupäda: So why you cannot write propaganda? You should. You are preaching.

You must meet them and must convince them that

simply getting
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 MONEY
is NOT the solution of the problem. (microphone rattling)

That you have to convince.

Initiation Lecture                   Toronto, June 17, 1976

Janmanä jäyate çüdraù. Everyone, when he's born by the sex behavior of the father and mother, he's a çüdra. Then saàskäräd-bhaved dvija. By saàskära, by the purificatory method, this tapasya, he's becomes a dvija. Dvi means twice and ja means birth, second birth. 

Saàskäräd-bhaved dvija. Then when he becomes dvija, properly initiated, 

then he's allowed to read Vedic literature. 

Veda-patha. Çüdra cannot. If you remain a çüdra, no saàskära, no purification, 

then you have no right to understand Vedic knowledge. 

Either you have no right  or you cannot understand. 

Why... The Bhagavad-gétä is there throughout the whole world. Everyone knows Bhagavad-gétä. 

But they have misunderstood, because they are kept çüdra. 

Veda-patha. First of all, by birth, he's a çüdra, and when he's purified, then he becomes dvija. Dvija, the sacred thread is, means that this man... Upanayana. This is called upanayana. Upa means near and nayana means bringing. 

So when one is brought nearer to the spiritual master and he accepts him as his disciple, 

he gives the sacred thread as badge, that "This man is now dvija, twice-born. He's no more çüdra. He's brähmaëa." 

So he has the right to read the Vedic literature.
So the Bhagavad-gétä is the summary of all Vedic knowledge. 

So if we pass through this process of divya-jïäna, dékñä, 

then we rightly understand what is Bhagavad-gétä 

or we become interested that what is the lesson of Bhagavad-gétä. 

Veda pathäd bhaved vipra. 

After reading... 

Bhagavad-gétä is the summary of Vedic literature. You cannot read all the Vedas at the present moment, neither you have time, nor you have got the capacity. In this Kali-yuga, mandäù sumanda-matayo [SB 1.1.10], everyone is fallen. Manda-bhägyä. So this human life should be utilized for understanding the Vedic knowledge, divya-jïäna; then he'll be purified, tapo divyaà yena çuddhyed sattvam [SB 5.5.1]. My existential identity will be purified. At the present moment it is not purified. Because it is not purified, therefore we are repeatedly dying. But there is no knowledge how to stop death. They think death is natural. It is not natural. It is unnatural. They do not know it. But in the Bhagavad-gétä you'll get the information, na jäyate na mriyate vä kadäcin: "The soul is never born, never dies." Na jäyate na mriyate vä kadäcit. "I see he's died, he is dead." No, he's not dying, his body is being annihi...Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére [Bg. 2.20]. By seeing the body is destroyed don't think he's destroyed. He'll get another body. Tathä dehäntara-präptir dhéras tatra na muhyati [Bg. 2.13]. So this is our position. We have accepted one body, and we live in that body for some days, and then again we give up this body, tathä dehäntara-präptir. So this is disease. 

So in order to get out of this disease there is necessity of tapasya, how to stop this disease.
So this initiation means... Don't think that it is something official, ritualistic ceremony, 

and as soon as we get the initiation, 

now we have become perfect, 

and then whatever nonsense I like I can do. 

No. Tapasya must continue. 

Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattvam [SB 5.5.1]. In order to purify yourself, your existence, you have to continue the tapasya—no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no gambling, no intoxication, and chant Hare Kåñëa. If you follow these five principles, then your existence will be purified, you'll understand Kåñëa from the Bhagavad-gétä, you'll know Kåñëa, you'll know what is the purpose of life. The purpose of life is to understand Kåñëa. There is no other business in this human form of life, 

but because we have given up Kåñëa we have invented so many occupational duties. 

So these so-called occupational duties, running here and there on motorcar, 

is not the end of life. There is something more for the human being, 

and that is divya-jïäna. 

Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattvam, yasmäd brahma-saukhyaà tv anantam [SB 5.5.1]. 

Why shall I purify my existence? 

Because you want happiness. 

That is your desire. 

So you'll get brahma-saukhyam, the greatest happiness, which will never end. If you purify your existence by tapasya then you will be happy eternally. There will be no end. Here in this material world any happiness is temporary—either for five minutes or five days or five years or five hundred years or five millions of years. It will end. But if you purify your existence, then the happiness will never end. Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattvaà yasmäd brahma-saukhyaà tv anantam [SB 5.5.1]. Anantam means unlimited. It is very serious thing, and it is offered to the human being. So anyone can take advantage of this opportunity and make his life successful.

Room Conversation                   June 17, 1976, Toronto

Prabhupäda: Hmm? No, I do not wish to interfere. You manage now. I want to see that you are managing without my interference. Now practically I want to concentrate more, or absolutely I want to do that. But sometimes this mismanagement gives me too much anxiety.

I do not wish to see that somehow or other we have built up a nice institution, on account of lack of management it may be hampered.

That is my only  anxiety.  [ ]

Prabhupäda: Liquids, yes. Milk 

 HYPERLINK  \l "noHEALTHBRAINEVERYTHING" 
is the best food. Children, when there is no teeth, milk is the food. In Western country also, I think old men, they take milk and puffed rice. Is it?

Hari-çauri: Yes, soft foods anyway.

Prabhupäda: In India, especially in Bengal, there is a preparation, it is softer than the puffed rice--khoi, fused rice. That is very good. Light, at the same time soft purgative. That milk mixed with is a very good food for old men.

Hari-çauri: In that newspaper article in the Butler Eagle, that very first article when you just arrived that we saw? They showed that copy in Los Angeles. It mentioned, the reporter there, he quoted you as saying that--you were telling him about milk, how good it was--and he quoted you as saying that milk is the miracle food for babies and old men. (Ed: children, diseased, invalid and elderly....and DEVOTEES!!!)

Prabhupäda: Yes. That's a fact. No, it may be there are so many other foods,

but cent percent of the human society,

everyone, has some way or other taken milk.

So morally, cow is our mother.
How these mothers are being killed?

That is the question.
Where is morality?
Where is...? And they are drawing last drop of the milk. (June 17, 1976) And there is necessity of milk. "After taking whatever money you have got..., take, I shall kill you." What is this? Horrible society. If I take from you whatever you have got in your pocket and then I kill you....

What is this Society?

Jagadéça: Other than yourself, Çréla Prabhupäda, no one in the world has a vision how to save the world.

Prabhupäda: Because I honestly think of it.

Maybe others are also honest, but they do not know the right way.

How they can be honest? Just like this Communist movement. They are favoring the labor class and rejecting the capitalist class altogether. They cannot make any adjustment.

Jagadéça: I've understood that communism is presented by the administrative class when there is a condition of scarcity. When there is opulence, then there is room for personal individual enterprise, but when there is scarcity, that cannot be encouraged, and the common people have to be subjugated. So capitalism and communism are both simply philosophies how to keep the common man satisfied. So it's simply another means of exploitation.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it is exploitation, and actually they have done it.

Room Conversation                   June 18, 1976, Toronto

Prabhupäda: If we say all these things, they will cut my head. (laughs) Therefore I don't say in the public meeting all these things. 

But it is actually dog's life(?). 

No value. Actually, no value. 

We cannot give any value to this type of civilization, running like dog with car.
Puñöa Kåñëa: I remember in South Africa though, Prabhupäda, you called them, (laughs) at every meeting, dogs and cats. And afterward they were always applauding. (claps)

Hari-çauri: He did that, (laughing) you did that in South India as well.

Puñöa Kåñëa: I think that...

Prabhupäda: No, no, when I come into emotion, I cannot check to speak the truth. But actually it is the fact. I cannot give any credit to these rascals (laughs) who are running at high speed, big, big car. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Endeavor. Yes. So these things are like that. Not sober. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. They are not sober. Adhéra. Therefore they meet with so many accidents. You also. As soon as we're in the car, he wants to drive at a hundred miles speed.

Puñöa Kåñëa: I think it was token punishment, but I'm sorry if you were in the car.
Prabhupäda: (laughs) What is the use? You are not going to serve anyone that we have to go high speed. We can go comfortably.
Hari-çauri: We can make our own pace.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Çyämasundara also. He was driving seventy-five. And what you are doing? What is that? This country, Portland
Puñöa Kåñëa: Oregon? From Eugene to Oregon.

Prabhupäda: Oregon, yes.
Puñöa Kåñëa: I was in the car with you in the back seat.
Prabhupäda: Oh, you were in the car?

Puñöa Kåñëa: They all fell asleep. I was chanting. You were sitting, you didn't even go to sleep that night (laughs). Even though it was late at night, it was about eleven, twelve, one o'clock at night, you didn't want to stay at that bhogé yogi house. I remember that. And he drove very, very fast back to Portland. That was a very nice engagement.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. That was Çyämasundara's father's car. So he's a good driver, (laughter) but very dangerous driver. I do not know, Çyämasundara, his father is a rich man, lawyer, got good estate and he's the only son. He did not like to stay with father.

Hari-çauri: No one in the West likes to stay with their parents.

Prabhupäda: Two sisters, very beautiful girls. They're unhappy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They're unhappy?


Prabhupäda: Yes. His two sisters.

Puñöa Kåñëa: I heard he was preaching to them. At least one of them that came to the temple that time. She came to that program.

Prabhupäda: She first of all came in London.

Puñöa Kåñëa: She was piano player.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, they're artists. They're artists. They're not happy. Divorced. His mother is very gentle, I have seen. Father is also respectable man.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Family life in the West is disastrous.

Prabhupäda: The father wants to get them back at home, but they don't.... The father is also taking pills for sleeping. (laughs) Father is also not happy.

Hari-çauri: That's the thing. In the West, even though the opulence is there, the children can see the parents are not happy. The parents are always full of anxiety. So even though the parents want the children to stay at home, the children they resent that, because they can see that "You have nothing to offer. It's just a facade."

Puñöa Kåñëa: They don't want to become like their parents. They don't see that their parents are a desirable example to follow.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Wine and sex. They see from childhood. One boy, Rancor, so his father and mother divorced and he was young child. He was the first child of his mother. And the mother, he said, would daily bring a new friend. So he could understand.

Puñöa Kåñëa: A new woman.

Prabhupäda: Not new woman, his mother, he was under the care of mother.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Oh, mother had new husbands, new boyfriends.

Prabhupäda: Daily night. And he was shocked. One of my Gauòéya Maöha Godbrothers, big, he became the head of this Bhag Bazaar Gauòéya Maöha. So his wife was debauched, and she was bringing new paramour, and the child protested.

Puñöa Kåñëa: New?

Prabhupäda: Paramour. And the boy, he was ten years or twelve years old, he could understand:"Who is this man?" So he protested and said, "I shall tell all these things to my father." And he was killed.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The boy was killed?

Prabhupäda: By the mother.

Hari-çauri: She murdered him?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Killed means given poison. And the father, that is, my Godbrother, seeing this, he also took poison. This is the end of Gauòéya Maöha scandal. He was also one of the trustees. This Tértha Mahäräja was a trustee, and another Godbrother and this man. In the beginning, they were made trustees. In the beginning, Prabhupäda was to undergo surgical operation. So he was a little nervous, that "I may die." So he made a scrap paper, that "In case I die, these three disciples will be trustees of the Gauòéya Maöha Institute." That's all. So this Kuïja Bäbu kept this. There are many long histories. So one of the so-called trustees was this Väsudeva. So he died, his end was like this.

Puñöa Kåñëa: His son was killed, isn't it?

Prabhupäda: His wife was a regular prostitute, and she killed her child, and on this shock, he took poison and died.

Puñöa Kåñëa: He killed himself, oh.

Prabhupäda: Naturally, he became shocked, that "This is my family life--the wife is prostitute and son is killed. What is the value of my life?" This was his spiritual realization. Just see.
Interview with Professors                 June 18, 1976, Toronto                                            Prabhupäda: No. I was not very much hopeful. That I wrote one poetry, that "Kåñëa, why You have brought me in this country? What can I do? How I shall convince them how they will understand the philosophy? So, but because You have brought me here, must be there is some purpose. So all right. You make me dance as You like." That poetry, I (wrote) in Boston, Commonwealth Pier, on the sea. I came by ship. So I wrote that poetry, that I do not know what for I have come here, why Kåñëa has brought me here. As soon as I shall say that there is no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no drinking, and no gambling, they'll say, "You go home. Don't talk." I knew this. Still I attempted. But these boys kindly accepted. I never made any compromise. I said, 

"These are the first conditions to become Kåñëa conscious: 

no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no intoxication, no gambling. 

Are you agreed?" 

They say yes, then come. 

If I would have made compromise, "Yes, whatever you like you can do." No, I never did. Ask them. I never did. Some of them left, that "It is too difficult. The primary necessities of life are denied here." (chuckles) But these boys, they have accepted, and therefore it is improving. They are young men, they have got all the desires for material enjoyment, but they have sacrificed everything. That is tapasya. Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattvam. If you want to purify your existence, then you must practice tapasya. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa yamena niyamena. That is tapasya. First beginning is brahmacarya. Therefore according to Vedic system, brahmacäré first--to teach how to become brahmacäré. Brahmacäré guru-gåhe vasan dänto guror hitam. The children should be trained up in such a way that they will be able to control the senses and act only for the benefit of guru. That is brahmacäré. They have no personal interest. So they are collecting daily not less than one lakh of rupees, up to five lakh, these boys. 
But their expenditure at my direction. 
Not a single paisa they can spend in their own discretion. 
They are laboring hard to get this collection, but the money  is mine. 

This is the arrangement. 
Now in Hyderabad they immediately require two lakhs. The money is there, they can take it, but they are asking by telegram my permission. I'll give them, but this is the arrangement. Guror hitam, brahmacäré. Vasan dänto guror hitam.
So the prescription is there, 

the formula is there, 

the literature is there.

If we take this culture, then the whole human society will be happy.

That is our mission. [ ]

If you want peace and happiness, 

then you have to  transcend the platform of rajas-tamaù 

and come to the platform of goodness. 
Then you have to transcend the goodness platform and 

come to the vasudeva platform, Kåñëa consciousness platform. 

THIS is  pro gress. 

Tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobha. Rajas tamas means käma and lobha, 

endless greediness and endless lusty desires. 

That will keep us within the category of material existence. Müòhä janmani janmani apräpya mäm [Bg. 16.20]. 

Then we remain müòha, life after life. 

That is not the aim of human life. Bhütvä bhütvä praléyate [Bg. 8.19]. We take once type of body and struggle and again die, and again accept another, another type of body. There are 8,400,000 different types of body. This is going on. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù.
Morning Walk                        June 22, 1976, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: ...land can be cultivated also?
Kértanänanda: Yes, it could be. It would be very good land. (break) ...our own lumber now also. Cutting our own trees.

Prabhupäda: That is the nature's way. You cut the lumber and make cottage, and the land is clear, then cultivate, get you food, and cows, give them grass. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (break).... in the kitchen, this wood or gas?

Kértanänanda: Both. Mostly wood.

Prabhupäda: There are so many jungles, we can use wood. (Ed: hint hint)
Kértanänanda: Actually we like it better.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, it is better, nice.
Kértanänanda: But it is a little dirty. Unless you change it to charcoal, there was always some smoke. This is not ours. Our property comes down this way, but not on this corner. (break) ...land, Prabhupäda, and they say overpopulation.

Prabhupada: In the beginning, I protest against this assertion, there is overpopulation. I never admitted. Perhaps you know.
Kértanänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: There is no overpopulation. If the Americans allow the Chinese and the Indians to come, they can develop all these un.... "No, this is our land, you cannot come," immigration, gow gow. (break) ...creek is pure water? [ ]

Prabhupada:…..(pause) In Bhägavatam we see that when Nanda Mahäräja felt some disturbances from the demons, they decided to change the place. And they immediately, from Gokula, they immediately went to Våndävana. But we don't find anything that they had to take permission. Hmm?
Kértanänanda: That's right.

Prabhupäda: So that means formerly this was the system.
If there is any vacant land, one can go and live there.

There's no question of permission.
When you live there and you make your professional activities,

then the king will come, take little tax.

Kértanänanda: That used to be the system here. They called it "homesteaders." If you would go and make your home there, you could have the land.

Prabhupäda: That is not for the foreigners. If some Chinese men or Indian want to come..

Kértanänanda: It used to be. But not anymore for anybody.

Prabhupäda: Just see. Why?

Kértanänanda: Because it has become very profitable for people to keep it. Because people are making money on it now.

Prabhupäda: Money they must make; otherwise, why they should come? But what is the objection? Just like in the marketplace, still, in India, the system is, the marketplace, anyone can go and sell his goods, and when he's selling, the proprietor takes some contribution. Not that he has to take permission. He's selling there, that's all right, "Give me some..., a little contribution." 

The king has the right to tax for maintenance. (Ed: IF he gives protection to life and property from thieves)

Devotee (3): Çréla Prabhupäda, when we take that which is not our quota, by using, wasting a lot of clean water, how is that perfect and complete, oà pürëam? How are things still perfectly complete even when we're wasting and destroying it?

Prabhupäda: Why you should waste?

Wasting is not allowed.
(break) ...our car?

Kértanänanda: No, it belonged to the man who formerly owned the property.

Prabhupäda: So how it is broken?

Kértanänanda: Some vandals. There's no one living here, he just left it. (in car:) This farm is for sale now.

Prabhupäda: There is no limit of purchasing?

Kértanänanda: Only limit is money.

Prabhupäda: No, I mean to say as in India there is limit, that you...

Kértanänanda: No, government puts no limit.

Prabhupäda: There is no land, therefore there is limit. (break)

Kértanänanda: Cauliflower, peas, beets, carrots, lettuce, spinach...

Prabhupäda: Potato?

Kértanänanda: Potato, broccoli,

Prabhupäda: Broccoli? What is that?

Kértanänanda: It is something like cauliflower.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's that green vegetable, Çréla Prabhupäda, that's like cauliflower.

Prabhupäda: Cabbage?

Kértanänanda: Cabbage, peppers.

Prabhupäda: That is nice, so many. Tomato.

Kértanänanda: But most things are not yet fructified. This is early in our season. Peas will be ready just shortly. Lettuce is ready. [ ]

Kértanänanda: It's full of cow stool and urine.

Prabhupäda: Äcchä, for fertilizer?

Kértanänanda: Yes, fertilizer. Nothing is wasted.

Prabhupäda: You can make gas also.

Kértanänanda: Yes. That was originally an oil tank. (end)

Prabhupäda: Vegetables, ghee, milk, wheat, 

then what do you want more?

Kértanänanda: The wheat is just about ready for harvest.

Prabhupäda: No, I mean to say we can grow all these things and eat very nicely. Where is economic problem? Yajïäd bhavati parjanyo parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù. (break)

Visit to Palace                       June 22, 1976 New Vrndavana

Prabhupäda: What are these pipes?

Kértanänanda: That's for drainage. For when the water goes out into the sewer, and goes out into the field and drains.

Prabhupäda: You can utilize this water for fertilizing, drain water.
Kértanänanda: Well, first of all, we have to satisfy the health department.

Prabhupäda: (break) ...wood as FUEL so that gradually this jungle will be clear. Thank you very much. [ ]

Kértanänanda: We're trying to clear all this now too.
Prabhupäda: This is ours?

Kértanänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Kértanänanda: It takes a long time to clear it, though.

Prabhupäda: Never mind. Do slowly, that is pleasure.

Kértanänanda: Well, we could do it much faster if we didn't try to utilize the wood, but we want to utilize.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Unnecessarily you should not cut. (Ed: living trees for firewood: Manu)

When it is necessary for Kåñëa, then you cut. This is also living entity.

We cannot kill them without any sufficient reason. (sings) Çré kåñëa caitanya. This is our property? [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau.
The Vedic secret(?) is that, parä bhaktir, yasya deve,
unto the Lord, similarly, to the guru,
they, to them, the whole thing becomes revealed automatically. Vedic knowledge is grasped not by erudite scholarship. Mundane scholarship has nothing to do. The secret is yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau. My Guru Mahäräja wanted that some books should be published. So I tried my best, and he's giving success more than expectation. In the history nobody has sold religion, philosophical books in such large quantity.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Or quality.

Prabhupäda: Yes. These are all Guru Mahäräja's blessings. Therefore Narottama däsa Öhäkura is stressing on this point,

guru-mukha-padma-väkya, cittete kariyä aikya,
ära nä koriha mane äçä
Simply execute that.

Kåñëa bhakti, kåñëa präpti haya yähä haite. You'll get Kåñëa. (long pause) (break)  [ ]

Prabhupäda: Mistri or anyone, to develop this Kåñëa culture, so the Society will give guarantee. Why not take permission? And they may not come back. They may reside.

Kértanänanda: I don't understand. That seems to be the government's, the Indian government's objection was that they wouldn't come back.

Prabhupäda: So they are disturbed with overpopulation.

Kértanänanda: It doesn't make any sense. But their objection was that they might not come back.

Prabhupäda: But that is good for you, because you are harassed by overpopulation. You cannot feed them even. Why you object? Let them go and live somewhere else peacefully. Just like the Europeans came here. Originally, in America, Europeans came. Because it was overcongested and they got..., Columbus found this land, enough, and they migrated. So still there is so much land.

The Indians are hard workers, they will develop very nicely.

Just like this quarter; if Indians would be allowed, they'll come and make it very nice. In South America, they have done. Many Indian cultivators, they have come in remote villages.

This cooperation should be. Everything belongs to God.

Why a class or community should be congested? Just like China, Japan, India, so much congested. What is this nonsense United Nations doing? What they have done for the last thirty years?

No liberal-minded.

Let them propose that wherever there is enough land and wherever there is overpopulation, let them go and

the government give them simply land and let them work and be happy.

Why not arrange, our Kåñëa consciousness movement, arrange between these two, United Nations.

Why a section of people is rotting in a place and devising some means how to fight with the others and get land? Why? There is no meaning. Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam. This is our philosophy, everything belongs to God, and everyone is a son of God; therefore the son of God has the right. Why they should be thrown together and live compulsorily in that rotten place, that in China they are living on the sea? You know that?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Taiwan.

Kértanänanda: Thailand, yes.

Prabhupäda: Everywhere. They have no place to live on the land.

Kértanänanda: They build boats and live on the water.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Especially if people are coming for agriculture.

Prabhupäda: Agriculture is the noblest profession.

Give him some land, he cuts the wood, makes cottages. 

(Ed: NOT suburbs from the “local” hardware shop- to make money from RENTS)
The land is clear, now till it, keep cows and grow foodgrains.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Doesn't put any local men out of work.

Prabhupäda: Simple thing.
And then live comfortably, eat comfortably, chant Hare Kåñëa.

Comfortably does not mean satisfaction of the senses.

Comfortably means we require primary necessities, to eat something, to sleep somewhere or have some sex--this is also bodily need--and to defend, that's all.

These are the primary necessities.

That can be arranged anywhere.

God has given all facilities.

Grow your own food, eat, and live anywhere.

Just this place was rough like that, now it is handled nicely, it is very attractive. (Bengali) Any damn place, you cleanse it, it becomes home. And any nasty man, you decorate him, he becomes a bridegroom. (laughs) (Bengali) (japa) Let Kåñëa consciousness movement give this sense to these rascals. They do not know how to adjust things. They simply plan their United Nations, but

they do not know
what is that plan.
Yes. United Nations. First of all why nation? Why manufacture nation and create trouble and again ununited? Nation--this word is not there in the Vedic language. There's no conception of nation.
There  is  conception of varëäçrama, everywhere.

Not for any particular nation or any particular country, but everyone,

according to quality--first-class men, second-class men, third-class men.
That is there everywhere.
Everywhere you go, you find some people first-class intelligent,

some people less than him, some people less than him, up to fourth class, that's all.

And then fifth class. So everything is there in the Bhagavad-gétä.
NOW YOU TRY TO IMPLEMENT
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Prabhupäda: First of all, beginning with kåñëe bhakti kaile sarva-karma kåta haya. So bhakti, beginning is ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-saìga bhajana-kriyä anartha-nivåttiù.
The material world means simply creating unnecessary duties. Simply anartha.
Any material activities, you take, see, it is simply useless.

Therefore we have called anartha. Anartha-nivåttiù syät. Take for example we say no meat-eating. So what is the difficulty there? I have seen in the airplane, they eat meat, a little piece, not a lump. But because everyone is eating little, little, we require huge number of slaughterhouses. But if one decides, "I have got so many preparations to eat, so why shall I eat little meat?" (indistinct) I shall forego. Immediately he is saved from so many sinful activities. It is not that he will die if he does not eat a little piece of meat, he will die. He'll not die. We are not dying, and we don't take. So similarly everyone, without eating meat, he can live very nicely. In the whole principle, there is no difficulty.

So on this principle this whole world is merged into sinful activity. (Sanskrit), unnecessary.

That is material position--unnecessarily creating trouble. There is no necessity.

But on account of ignorance, foolish association, sinful life,

more and more and more and more going on.

Andhä yathändhair upagéyamänäù.
And the deed is encouraged: "Yes, you do this. Enjoy life."

What is his enjoyment? If anyone sees slaughterhouse, will he enjoy? Eh? What is...?

He visits a slaughterhouse, is it enjoyment?

(Ed: go see the result of our slaughterhouse milk enjoyment)

But he takes as enjoyment. (Sanskrit), 

unnecessary, without any meaning. 

Mad, just like a madman acts, without any meaning. 

The monkey acts without any meaning. (Sanskrit), 

unnecessarily creating disturbance. (Sanskrit) säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje. If you take to Kåñëa consciousness, then all (Sanskrit) is finished. (Sanskrit)

We are no more interested in unnecessary things.

Illicit sex--one side they are encouraging contraceptive method, so why they'll not stop illicit sex, then automatically there is contraceptive method? So one side there is encouraged, contraceptive method, another, unlimited, unrestricted sex. This is their civilization. Why not teach him not to practice illicit sex? Then everything is done automatically. There's no need of contraceptive method. If one is trained up to indulge in sex only for begetting nice children, there is already contraceptive method. There is no necessity of unnecessarily producing cats and dogs children.

So that requires training, determination.

The çästra says you should not become father if you cannot train up your children to save him from death. Who is the father who's training? To save him from the cycle of birth and death means to make him Kåñëa conscious.

So if you are not yourself Kåñëa conscious, how you can train up your children to become Kåñëa conscious?

This is determination, that "If I cannot train my children to become Kåñëa conscious and thus avoid the botheration of birth and death, I shall not have sex." That determination will save so many troubles.

That can be done by practice. By engaging the mind in Kåñëa, it is possible.

The more you advance in Kåñëa consciousness, you'll lose interest in this sex life. In Vaikuëöha there is no sex life because the sex pleasure is not the foremost pleasure in the Vaikuëöhaloka. The sex pleasure is foremost here in this material world. They have got so much transcendental spiritual pleasure, this sex pleasure--they are astonished: is that pleasure? (Makes spitting sound) Phu! Yad-avadhi mama cetaù kåñëa-padäravinde nava-nava-rasa-dhäma... That stage is possible.

Still there are so many brahmacärés.
So everything depends on practice. Abhyäsa yoga-yuktena. That requires determination. (aside:) Where did you go, to take bath?

Pälikä: This house just across.

Prabhupäda: There is water? Well? No.

Pälikä: There are barrels there, filling them daily.

Prabhupäda: Why not well? Have a big well?

Kulädri: They are getting water also, Çréla Prabhupäda, from this well. Your well is also going to that side.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Have several wells in all places. That is nice. Is it very expensive?

Kulädri: It's expensive.

Prabhupäda: It is more expensive than carrying water and consume petrol?
That is laziness.
Once you have a well, then you save so much trouble.

Get one well in each, our house. It is here very deep, uh? To get well? Tube-well? But there are so many creeks.

Kulädri: We have what is called a springhouse. It's pure spring water, it's caught in reservoir.

Prabhupäda: Where is it?

Kulädri: At the other farm we have, as well as tube-well,

Prabhupäda: Water must be.
Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, if in the spiritual sky there is no sex life...

Prabhupäda: You can store the snow. Yes. Big, big hole and collect the snow and put it here and cover it, it will stay. Is it not?

Kulädri: We have so much water, though, running off the hill, we can make lakes. We have three lakes now.

Prabhupäda: Then? Why don't you do it?
Kulädri: You saw the Rädhä-kuëòa in the movie, in the film.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, when one returns to his svarüpa, his natural form, how does...

Prabhupäda: First of all, anartha-nivåtti.
You are accustomed to so many bad habits.

First of all try to rectify it, then talk of svarüpa. Where is your svarüpa? Simply wasting time. A man is diseased, he's thinking, "When I shall be cured I shall eat, go to this hotel, I shall eat like this." First of all cure, then talk of eating this and that. Svarüpa, when you are cured, that is svarüpa. So long you are not cured, what is the use of talking svarüpa? First business is cure yourself. Anartha-nivåtti, that is anartha-nivåtti. Then svarüpa will come. That is the bäbäjés. In Våndävana, you have seen? Siddha-praëälé.
Pradyumna: Ah, siddha-praëälé, siddha-deha?

Prabhupäda: They are smoking and having illicit sex with one dozen women--svarüpa. Rascal. This is called sahajiyä, a rascal. Condemned. Where is your svarüpa? Don't talk unnecessarily. First of all come to svarüpa, then talk of svarüpa.
Devotee: So our motivation should be to get free from birth, disease, old age and death.

Prabhupäda: That is already explained.

But you must be determined how to execute devotional service.

Without determined devotional service, how we can attain that position? So what is the use of talking utopian? First business is anartha-nivåttiù syät. Ädau çraddhä tathaù sädhu-saìgo 'tha bhajana-kriyä tato anartha-nivåttiù syät. You adopt this means that you have got full faith that "Kåñëa consciousness will save me." Then you live with devotees who are similarly determined. Then you execute devotional service. Then anartha-nivåttiù syät, you'll be free from all these.... These are the stages. There is.... 

Up to anartha-nivåtti, you have to struggle very hard with determination, 

and then automatically everything will come.

Tato niñöhä tato rucis tataù, athäsaktis tato bhävaù. So before svarüpa, anartha-nivåtti, don't expect all these. Read.

Pradyumna:
çanaiù çanair uparamed
buddhyä dhåti-gåhétayä
ätma-saàsthaà manaù kåtvä
na kiïcid api cintayet
Prabhupäda: This is practice.

Pradyumna: "Gradually, step by step, with full conviction, one should become situated in trance by means of intelligence, and thus the mind should be fixed on the self alone and should think of nothing else."

Purport: "By proper conviction and intelligence one should gradually cease sense activities. This is called pratyähära. The mind, being controlled by conviction, meditation, and cessation of the senses, should be situated in trance, or samädhi. At that time there is no longer any danger of becoming engaged in the material conception of life. In other words, although one is involved with matter, as long as the material body exists, one should not think about sense gratification. One should think of no pleasure aside from the pleasure of the Supreme Self. This state is easily attained by directly practicing Kåñëa consciousness."

Kulädri: Çréla Prabhupäda, before you said the patient has no intelligence.

Prabhupäda: Therefore he requires spiritual master's guidance. Because he is rascal.

What is the use of accepting a spiritual master?

If you want to be cured independently, what is the use of calling a physician, consulting a physician? You do it yourself. (pause) Whether our cows are left now? We don't find cows.
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Prabhupäda: Your party, selling books?

Kértanänanda: I don't know what the figures are.

Prabhupäda: No, your line is this farming.

Kértanänanda: Per capita, we distribute more books.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kértanänanda: Per man, we distribute more books than they do. I think per man we distribute more than anybody in ISKCON.

Prabhupäda: And still they are maintaining this farm.

Dhåñöadyumna: And building very nice buildings.
Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Dhåñöadyumna: Very nice projects they are building.
Prabhupäda: THIS project should be advanced--plain living, high thinking. [ ]
Prabhupäda: This is nasty civilization,

unnecessarily increasing necessities of life. Anartha.
Kértanänanda: We would not have understood you if you had said that eight, ten years ago.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Kértanänanda: Ten years ago I know I could not have understood you if you had said that. Now I understand a little bit.

Prabhupäda: Now suppose these electric lights.
So, crude form of light, we grow some castor seed, everything from the earth. This also you are getting from earth, petroleum, and running on machine, and electricity is generated. But really you are getting the impetus from the earth.

As soon as the petroleum supply is stopped, everything stopped.

But for this purpose you have to search out petroleum from the middle of ocean, boring. Therefore it is ugra-karma.
The purpose is that you grow some castor seed, press it, get oil, put in any pot, and one wick, the light is there.

So even understanding that you have improved the lighting system, but that is not the only necessity of my life. But to improve from the castor seed lamp, castor oil lamp, to this electricity, you have to work so hard. You have to go to the middle of ocean and drill it and get out petroleum and...
In this way your real business of life is finished.

The energy and the intelligence you got for your self-realization or your,

this precarious position, constantly dying and taking birth in various species of life,

this is your problem, and this was to be solved in human life, 

you have got advanced intelligence, but

that intelligence is utilized from castor seed lamp to the electric lamp. That's all.

Just try to understand. What is that improvement?

And for this improving from castor seed oil lamp to electricity lamp, you forget your real business.

You lost yourself.

This civilization is going on.
This is called mäyä.
For some fictitious happiness
you lose your whole purpose of life.
It is difficult to understand,

but the fact is there.

But you are under the control of nature, you have to give up this body. All right, you make very nice arrangement to live here, nature will not allow you to live. You must die. And after death you are going to get another body.

So in this body, working for high grade electricity lamp, you work so hard, have got your own business, and next life by the laws of nature, if you get the body of a dog, then what is the benefit? That you cannot check. What is the answer? Hmm?

Kulädri: Simple living, high thinking.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kulädri: Simple living.

Prabhupäda: No, here is the charge. Now what is your answer?

In this life you are living very comfortably, next life if I'm going to be a dog, then this is the charge.
Now how this class of men will answer it? Can he deny that he's not going to be a dog?

Kértanänanda: He says he doesn't believe it.

Prabhupäda: You believe or not believe. Just like this child, it is boy, he does not know anything. But I know, his mother knows, his father knows that he's going to be young man. If he says, "No, I am not going to be young man," that is childish. That is childish. But the father, mother, friends know that the boy is going to grow a young man, so he should be educated and he should be properly situated. That is the guardian's business. He doesn't know. He doesn't know. So that he doesn't know, that does not mean it is fact. So similarly, if rascals say, "I don't believe it," that's not a fact. He is a rascal, mad, he may say so, but that is not the fact. Karaëaà guëa-saìgasya. Real fact is that he'll have to accept a body according to the quality of development.

Kértanänanda: But what if they say that "Actually this life of growing the castor seed is very difficult, farming is very difficult. It is easier to go to the factory for eight hours, and then I come home with my money and I enjoy."

Prabhupäda: No, you enjoy, but by enjoying, if you forget your real business, is that intelligent? Your real business is that you have got this human form of body to improve your next life. You are going to have a next life. Suppose you are going to be a dog. Is that success? So you must know the science that instead of becoming dog, how shall you become God. That is intelligence.

Kértanänanda: Why is it any better to grow castor seed than to dig oil?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kértanänanda: Why is it any better to grow castor seed than to...

Prabhupäda: No, you require lamp. (Ed: actually, not even really)

So you finish that lamping business as simply as possible.

In the balance time you save you improve your self-realization.

That is the life.
Just like this child, he wants to play. He does not go to school, does not take an education, and he improves type of toys, toys, he's engaged in improved type of football playing, and... Then is that very good intelligence?
Kértanänanda: But nobody works longer hours than the farmer.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Kértanänanda: No one works harder than the farmer. The farmer has to work very hard.

Prabhupäda: No, our point is that if you think that electricity improvement is better than farming, we have no objection. But if you forget your real business, is that intelligent?

Kértanänanda: No, of course not.

Prabhupäda: That is our proposal. Our real business is how to become Kåñëa conscious. So simply for improving the condition of life, the necessities of life, if I forget my real business, is that intelligence? Therefore it is said duñkåtinaù. Kåti means merit. But merit is being utilized for sinful activities. Take for example the meat-eaters. When man was... The uncivilized man is still there. In the uncivilized way they are living in the jungle. They require to eat something. So they stone over an animal going, and the animal dies, and then they eat. Now instead of killing the animal by stoning, if you have discovered scientific machine in the slaughterhouse to kill the animal, is that improvement? If you think this is advancement, "Now we have discovered very technical machine. Instead of stoning one animal killing, it takes so much time, hundreds and thousands of animals you can kill in one hour," do you think that is improvement? That is going on. They think this is improvement. When we were uncivilized, we were stoning some animal and killing and eating, now we are, business is the same--animal killing and eating. But we have improved the machine how to kill. This is going on. This is going on as advancement of civilization. Hmm? What is your answer? Is that advancement of civilization?

Now you are civilized, (Ed: not yet)

instead of killing the animal,

you just take milk from it without killing (Ed: ?????)

and make so many nice preparations, and that is civilization.

But killing is sinful.

You have no right to kill any animal, even an ant.
Because you cannot give life to anyone.
It is nature's law, God's law. So infringement on the laws of nature or God, it is sinful activities. So you are utilizing your merit for this sinful activity. Therefore it is called duñkåtinaù. Merit is there, but it is utilized for sinful activities. That is defect of the modern civilization.

Kuladri: Çréla Prabhupäda, I remember once you said.

Prabhupäda: These questions that "I believe," "I don't believe," you are rascal, what is the meaning of your believe or not believing? You are, after all, a rascal. Just like a child will say something, "I don't believe." The mother will say "You are rascal, you must go to your room." So rascals believe or not believe, what is the meaning? Müòha. It is the law of nature. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù. The example is given that this boy will change his body. Dehäntara-präptir. He'll become a young boy, young man. This body will not remain. What is the difficulty to understand? Yes, this body will not remain. While he came out of the womb of the mother, that was another body. But these rascals, they do not understand it. It is very difficult to deal with the rascals, that's a fact, but... Whatever they are doing is all rascaldom, that's all. And forgetting their real business. So your son, does he believe that he's going to be a young man? You believe? (laughs) Huh? What is your…
Kulaçekhara: I remember once when we were staying at John Lennon’s estate, you said to me...

Prabhupäda: Huh?
Kulaçekhara: At John Lennon's estate, remember? In London.

You said to me, the tractor, you said, this is the cause of all the trouble.

That it took all the work from the young men and they went to the city and became entangled in the sense gratification in the cities. So I've noticed in the city there's much more passion, but living in the country is simpler.

Prabhupäda: Yes, passion, there must be. When you have got the facility, naturally we are lusty, and when we have got the facility, then we take to it.

Kulaçekhara: The country is more peaceful. It's easier to think of spiritual life.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Less disease. Less braintaxing. Everything is less.

So balance time, utilize for Kåñëa consciousness.

AND...   IF you have got temple, it is very happy life.

(Ed: please note that the TEMPLES are SECONDARY to the solving of devotees’ necessities through varnasrama cooperative subsistence and saving time for Krsna consciousness i.e. varnasrama development is THE PRIORITY NOT building temples)

Just for your food work little, 

and balance time engage yourself in Kåñëa consciousness.

This is IDEAL life.

Just see minute fibers on the flower. Can anyone manufacture this? So small fibers. And how brilliant it is. If you study only one flower, you become God conscious. There is a machine which we call nature. From that machine, everything is coming. But how machine is perfect? And who has discovered this machine?

Kulaçekhara: In London you said they do not know that the butterflies and flowers are painted, but Kåñëa paints them with thought.

Prabhupäda: Yes. How you can expect without painting it has come so beautiful? This is foolishness, "nature"--what is this nature? Everything is being done by the machine of Kåñëa. Paräsya çaktir vividaiva çrüyate.
Anyway, improve THIS mode of life.

Live in open place, produce your food grains,

produce your milk, save time, chant Hare Kåñëa.

Plain living, high thinking, ideal life.
Artificial necessities of life do increase your so-called comforts, but if you forget your real business, that is suicidal. We want to stop this suicidal policy. We don't want to stop the modern advancement of technology, although the so-called advancement technology is suicidal. But we don't talk of this. (laughter) Caitanya Mahäprabhu has therefore given a simple formula--chant Hare Kåñëa. Even in your technological factories, you can chant. What is the wrong there? You go on pulling on with your machine and chant, Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa.

Kértanänanda: They know that if people take up the chanting, gradually they will give up this technology.

Prabhupäda: That is, of course.

Kértanänanda: You are actually putting the seeds of their destruction.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, what is destruction? It is, rather, construction. (laughter) He'll live. He'll live forever. This is destruction. You have to change body. But our method, this tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti. You don't get anymore material body. So that is saving. And without this? Tathä dehäntara-praptir. Then you have to accept another body. So which is better? To accept another material body or no more accepting material body? Which is better? But as soon as you accept material body, you have to suffer. Material body means suffering. So that requires knowledge. If we finish our suffering up to this body, that is intelligent. And if we create another body for suffering, is that intelligent? But you have to, unless you understand Kåñëa, you have to accept. There is no alternative. Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére. They are so dull they cannot understand the simple truth that as the child, boy is accepting another body, we have to accept another body. They cannot understand. So dull brain. It will take five hundred years to teach them this very simple fact. Huh? Their education is so advanced. (laughter) Therefore müòha, the word is used. So-called education keeps them as an ass. Cannot understand the simple truth. So everyone is getting milk? How much?

Kértanänanda: As much as they want.

Prabhupäda: As much as they want, then jaundice. (laughter) Too much is not good. They may take minimum half pound per head.

Kértanänanda: Minimum.

Prabhupäda: Minimum. And maximum one pound. Not more than that. But "Because there is enough, let us eat," no. That is not good. But children must get at least one pound, milk. If they drink more milk they become stout and strong.

Kértanänanda: They get more than one pound. They get at least two pounds.

Prabhupäda: Then their life is built up strong, and nice brain to understand. Do they not see the benefit of the society, that we are not killing children, we are maintaining them with sufficient milk. Is it not better civilization? And they are, for fear of overpopulation, they are killing. The mother is killing the child. Is that civilization?

Kértanänanda: But in Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa says that those in the mode of ignorance, they take irreligion to be religion and religion to be irreligion.

Prabhupäda: No, religion, there is no religion for them, but there is no morality. Here we are having so many children, we don't brag(?) that "We cannot maintain these children. Kill them." We never say that. Never mind.

Let them be trained up as Kåñëa conscious, live comfortably, TAKE MILK.
So which is better civilization? 

Running with motorcar, 

putputputputputputputput and killing child? Is that civilization?

Kértanänanda: Most of these children are not even our own. They have been taken in from...

Prabhupäda: Just see, that means we welcome.

Kértanänanda: ...mothers without fathers,

Prabhupäda: That means we welcome and they kill. So why do they not find the distinction between this civilization, that civilization?

Dhåñöadyumna: They have no arguments against this except that they want to be free. In colleges...

Prabhupäda: But they are not free. That means they are fools. They are not free, still they are thinking free. That is foolishness. If you are actually free, that is another thing, (laughs) but you are not free. You are responsible for even a minute work or misdeed, you are responsible. Where is your freedom? That freedom means ahaìkära vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate. The rascal, foolish, bewildered, he's thinking that he's free. Where is your freedom? Nature is working. If you are free, then why you are dying? If you are free, then do not die. Nobody wants to die. What is the answer?

Dhåñöadyumna: They will give some nonsense answer.

Prabhupäda: What is that nonsense? In nonsense there must be some sense also.

Puñöa Kåñëa: I think they would like both. Like the Christians, they would like to enjoy sinful life and at the same time live forever.

Prabhupäda: No, we don't talk of any sect, we are talking of the general principles.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Their tendency is...

Prabhupäda: Now the people's tendency, general tendency is, unless he's a madman, nobody is prepared to die. But he has to die.

Dhåñöadyumna: But I accept death as part of life.

Prabhupäda: Part of life?

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, it's natural. So I don't, I'm not afraid.

Prabhupäda: Then when there is some sign of death, why do you go away? Sit down and die. (laughter) You don't accept. You are talking foolishly. You don't want to die. That is a fact. You are talking foolishly, that "I accept it," but you don't accept it. That is the fact. But because you have no other way, then you say, "I accept it." The real fact is this, that you do not wish to die, but you find that there is no other alternative, "Then I accept it. All right." So you can talk like that, foolishly, but intelligent man, you do not want to die.

Dhåñöadyumna: One time, one boy said that. So as soon as he said it, I picked up a stick and went like that "Oh!" and said "See, you are afraid." And he said, "No, I'm not afraid." So I went--and he was showing fear.

Prabhupäda: Even dog is afraid, what to speak of man. The animals, when they are taken to be slaughtered, they cry. So animal is afraid of death, why not man? Everyone is afraid.

Kuladri: Prabhupäda? They say why do you worry so much about death? We are living. We are enjoying life, why do you worry about death?

Prabhupäda: Because we are intelligent. I love you. Therefore you'll die and you'll become a dog, so I am taking sympathy on you that "Don't become a dog." Every human being is anxious. The example is given just like a child flying kite and is going this way, this way, on the roof. Now on the edge of the roof, so one gentleman standing, "Hey, you'll fall down." That is his duty. He says, "Why you are checking me?" (laughter) "Why you are checking me?" "Because I am human being. You are foolish boy. Therefore I am checking you." That is natural. Even a child, or the boy is not his son, but because he is gentleman, he wants to give him some protection. It is the duty of gentleman. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu said to the Indians, that "You become perfect and go and give this knowledge to the rest of the world. They are all rascals." Bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma yära janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära. It is para-upakära, humanitarian. You may say "Why do you bother?" But as a human being, I bother. Every human being will do that. Kåñëa comes, bothering Himself. Yadä yadä hi dharmasya glänir bhavati bhärata. "When these have become rascals, fools, I come, again advise them."So those who are servants of God, they are also doing thew same thing, on behalf of God. Their position is therefore exalted. They should be worshiped as God because they are doing the work of God. They are not cheating public.

So improve this farming very nicely.

So the cows, they should be given as much as possible pasturing.

If you simply drink little MILK, and little vegetables, 

that will supply all vitamins.

You do not require to take vitamin pills. No, there is no need. It has got all the vitamins. That is admitted. Vitamin A, D, in milk, they say also.(?) And fruits, vitamin C. In this way, in fruits, vegetables, grains, milk, all vitamins are there.

Kulaçekhara: Çréla Prabhupäda, if you take milk in other forms, like if you eat cheese, if you take curd or cheese, is it the same as drinking milk?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Any milk preparation. And IF you have got enough milk, then keep it as ghee and open restaurant in the city. Give them nice samosä, kachoré. So in exchange you get money, you require little money, so that money will help you. Actually, in India, before these British, the poorer class of men, they were simply keeping, say, a dozen of cows, and that was their means of livelihood, that's all. From the milk they'll eat the, that, little milk, then yogurt, then..., what is called? It is another milk.

Devotees: Casein? Curd? Cheese?

Visakha: Buttermilk

Prabhupäda: Buttermilk, yes, and in this way after drinking and eating so many things, whatever balance is there, churn it and they get ghee, and that ghee is kept in stock. On the market day, they go to the city and sell it. You'll find in Våndävana, so many cultivators, they have brought ghee. So the inhabitants of the city, town, they require ghee, they purchase, and with that money they get some necessities, just like some oil or some spices, salt, LIKE THIS, which is not available. In this way…

Hari Sauri: How is it they are so keen on buffalo milk in India?

Prabhupada: Hmmm?

Hari Sauri: The Indians, they seem to prefer buffalo milk to cow milk.
Prabhupada: No, cow milk is not available, therefore buffalo milk contains more fat. But milk means cow's milk. What is the daily milk?

Kértanänanda: About a thousand pounds.

Prabhupäda: Those who are meat-eaters, why don't you inform them, when a cow dies, that "You can take it."

Kértanänanda: That would be illegal.

Prabhupäda: Why? Legal, illegal, that is their whim.

Kirtanananda: But that will get us in trouble.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That is, they can give us, they are in power, they can do that, but legally…
Kértanänanda: Yes, you are right. If they want to eat, let them take the dead cow.
Prabhupäda: They take it . Free, they get without any price. They get the skin, they get flesh, let them eat. We are not going to charge for the... You take it. Why maintain slaughterhouse? Take this.

Kértanänanda: They even object if you let the animals, wild animals eat the dead cow.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Kértanänanda: They even object if you let the wild animals eat. They want it buried.

Prabhupäda: Oh, jackals or fox, if they come, they don't like it.

Kértanänanda: The jackals like it.

Prabhupäda: No, jackals like it, (laughter) but government...

Kértanänanda: Government doesn't like it.

Prabhupäda: Government will like when the jackal takes your animal. They will eat it, they will not attack somebody else, because if they are not hungry, they don't attack. Even tiger or any ferocious animal, if they are satisfied in hunger, they don't attack. In the jungle, tiger and other animals, they live together. When they are hungry, they attack. So at least you can advertise that here is a cow, available free. Take it, those who are meat-eaters. Take free without any price.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Most meat-eaters would consider it disgusting.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Most meat-eaters would consider it disgusting to have to cut cow open.

Prabhupäda: Disgusting?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. If they had to do it themselves they would consider it abominable.

Prabhupäda: No, some of them can do it, make business. As there are butchers, as they are selling meat, they can take it, they'll make more profit. From slaughterhouse, if they purchase, they have to pay, but here they get free. The hotel man, they can get free. The tannary expert, he'll get this skin free. I have seen they are eating the lobster, it is so decomposed it has become exactly like puss and they are eating. That argument is not valid.

Kértanänanda: They cannot even eat the animal when it is fresh. They never eat beef fresh. It must age for at least three weeks, otherwise it is not tasty. (laughter)

Hari-çauri: I remember once there was one man, he was advertising himself, he was touring from one country to another, and he was advertising himself as being an expert meat-eater. And he said, one of his statements was you couldn't eat a beefsteak until it had little white spots all over it, then it was ready to eat.

Prabhupäda: White spot means decomposed. Fungus. Nänä yoni brähmaëa kare kadärya bhakñaëa kari' tära janma adho pate yäya.
Dhåñöadyumna: Çréla Prabhupäda, we can point out all the defects in their system but then they say "But there is no proof that such a perfect society has ever existed as you speak of. We have no evidence that such a perfect society exists."

Prabhupäda: You can see, come and see with us. Live in our New Vrindaban, you'll see.

Dhåñöadyumna: Then they say "Well, that is all right for you, but that is not practical for everyone."

Kértanänanda: Why not? We are human beings, and you are human being.

Prabhupäda: So what is not practical for you, our system,

your system is also not practical for us.

We cannot live in this way
Anyway, if you can maintain a perfect community 
of plain living, high thinking, 

that is sufficient.

We do not canvass, but
naturally  they will see  that  this is  convenient.
After all, they are human beings. They are learning.
So that is part of our business to preach, but
to practice personally, that is our main business.

To practice personally, that is our main business.

Not that everyone will be preacher, but at least his own life be perfect.
[Ed: practice this first, become perfect following these instructions and then preach (this!)]

Prabhupäda: Anyway, you have got this jewel,

utilize it PROPERLY

make your life perfect. 

ei rüpe brahmäëòa bhramite kono bhägyavän jéva
guru-kåñëa-kåpäya paya bhakti-latä-bija
But we don't say that you starve, you unnecessarily give trouble to your body. No.

Eat nicely, but simply, and save time for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness.

That is our program.

Nanda Mahäräja was a village man. Kåñëa was village boy.

Kåñëa could live in New Delhi, but

He did not like that.

He lived in Våndävana, a village. (Ed: never leaves)

But one difficulty is that it is not plain land. Little troublesome, but not very much troublesome. So is there any difficulty of not being a plain land?

Kértanänanda: It makes farming more difficult on the hill. It takes more time, more work.

Prabhupäda: Hard work.

Kértanänanda: That is good.

Prabhupäda: For cows there is no difficulty.

Kértanänanda: No.

Prabhupäda: In India, they call Pahärhé when they are accustomed to hard work. Those who live on the Himalayan side, they have to work little hard, therefore they are Pahärhé. You have accepted other's children also?

Kértanänanda: Yes. Well, especially girls who have no husbands, there are quite a few here.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, you are so kind you don't refuse anybody. That is..., who is so kind unless one is a Vaiñëava? Nobody is kind. Kåpä-sindhubhya eva ca. Kåpä-sindhu, ocean of mercy, that is Vaiñëava.

Never mind what you are, come here, stay
DRINK MILK, chant Hare Kåñëa.

Kértanänanda: The children are doing very nicely.

Prabhupäda: Yes?

Kértanänanda: And they will be our future community.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Kértanänanda: Practically it is impossible to teach these older boys how to use bulls and how to... It is very difficult, they cannot do it. But I think if we train the children.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa Himself did it.
He was king's son, Nanda Mahäräja. In the childhood, He was taking care of the calves, and when He was grown up, little, He was taking care of the cows.

Krsna personally showed it.

His father could have avoided, "No, no, You don't go. The servants will go." 

No. "You also go."

Kåñëa-Balaräma, both.

Balaräma has got the plow, tilling ground,

and Kåñëa has got the flute to enchant the cows. 

(Ed: live music what to speak of basics like SHELTER such as lifting Govardhana Hill when the other shelters were flooded etc.)

Kåñëa-Balaräma.
They were not sitting idly,

although Nanda Mahäräja could keep Them without any work.

No. They worked.

From the beginning of childhood. They would come in the evening and mother would take care of bathing Them, changing dress, and then giving nice food, and after taking food They would go to rest. Whole day They worked.
Kåñëa never taught that you sit idly.

No. Personally, He did not do so, neither He taught anyone. In the Bhagavad-gétä you'll find.

Hari-çauri: What was that again, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Niyataù.

That is good lawyer. 

Good lawyer means in the court, immediately give reference to the judge, "My Lordship, such and such law, under section...this is there." He's a good lawyer. Good lawyer means he immediately gives reference to the section on which he's talking. Immediately judgement is there. If there is previous authority and it is recorded in the lawbook, then he doesn't require to argue anymore, the evidence is there. Even in other court, if some judgement is there, they'll be accepted. This is the law. So a good lawyer means he gives references from different courts, the judgement makes easier. Instead of proceeding for a long time, he gives reference--"Here is the judgement, you see," and immediately...

Dhåñöadyumna:

They accuse us that we are escaping. Huh? What is that?

We do not escape. (Ed: ?)

We are always busy. (Ed: “ESCAPING this”?)

Puñöa Kåñëa: "...God's property from being occupied by God's sons. America and other nations in the United Nations should agree that wherever there is enough land it may be utilized by the human society for producing food. The government can say, 'All right, you are overpopulated. Your people can come here. We will give them land, and they can produce food.' We would see a wonderful result, but will they do that? No. And what is their philosophy? Roguism. 'I will take the land by force and then I won't allow others to come here.' "

Reporter: "One American motto is 'One nation under God.' "

Prabhupäda: "Yes. That is Kåñëa consciousness.
There should be one nation under God,

and one world government under God as well.

Everything belongs to God and we are all His sons. That philosophy is wanted."
Kértanänanda: Who is this reporter?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Jagannätha Suta. This was in Mäyäpura. (continues reading) "But in America people are very much afraid of the central government"--this is the reporter--"because they think that wherever there is a strong government there will always be tyranny." Prabhupäda: "If the leaders are properly trained, there cannot be tyranny."

Reporter: "But one of the premises of the American system of government is that if a leader has too much power, he will inevitably become corrupt."

Prabhupäda:
"You have to train him in such a way that he cannot become corrupt."
Reporter: "What is that training process?"

Prabhupäda: "That training is the varëäçrama-dharma, a system of dividing society into four social and four spiritual orders according to people's natural quality. Divide the society according to quality and train people in the principle that everything belongs to God and should be used in the service of God. Then there really can be one nation under God."

Reporter: "But if society is divided into different groups, won't there be envy?"

Prabhupäda: "No, no. Just as in my body there are different parts that work together, so the society can have different parts working for the same goal. My hand is different from my leg, but when I tell the hand, 'Bring a glass of water,' the leg will help. The leg is required and the hand is required."

Reporter: "But in the Western world we have a working class and a capitalist class, and there is always warfare going on between the two."

Prabhupäda: "Yes, the capitalist class is required and the working class is also required."

Reporter: "But they are fighting."

Prabhupäda: "Because they are not trained up, they have no common cause. The hand and leg work differently, but the common cause is to maintain the body. So if you find out the common cause for both the capitalists and the workers, then there will be no fighting. But if you do not know the common cause, then there will always be fighting."

Reporter: "Revolution?"

Prabhupäda: "Yes."

Reporter: "Then the most important thing is to find the common cause that people can unite on."

Çréla Prabhupäda: "Yes. Just like in our Kåñëa consciousness society. You come to consult me about every activity because I can give you the common cause. Otherwise there will be fighting. The government should be very expert to know the aim of life, the common cause, and they should train the people to work for the common cause. Then they will be happy and peaceful. But if people simply elect rascals like Nixon, they will never find a common cause. Any rascal can secure votes by some arrangement and then he becomes the head of the government. The candidates are bribing. They are cheating. They are making propaganda to win votes. Somehow or other they get votes and capture the prime posts. This system is bad."

Reporter: "So if we don't choose our leaders by popular election, how will society be governed?"

Prabhupäda: "You require brähmaëas, kñatriyas, vaiçyas and çüdras. Just as when you want to construct a building  you require engineers. You don’t want sweepers. Isn’t that so? What will the sweepers do? There must be engineers.

So if you follow the divisions of varnasrama, only ksatriyas are allowed to govern.

And for the legislative assembly, only qualified brahmanas.
Now the butcher is in the legislative assembly. What does he know about making laws? He is a butcher. But by winning votes he becomes a senator. At the present moment, by the principle of vox populi, a butcher goes to the legislature.

So everything depends on training.
In our Kåñëa consciousness society we are actually doing that. But in the case of politics they forget it.

There cannot be just one class. That is foolishness. 

Because we have to engage different classes of men in different activities.

If we do not know the art then we will fail, because

unless there is a division of work there will be havoc.
We have discussed all the responsibilities of the king in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 

The different classes in society should cooperate exactly as the different parts of the body do. Although each part is meant for a different purpose, they all work for one cause, to maintain the body properly." (Ed: ALL eating on the basis of cow protection)

Reporter: "What is the actual duty of the government?"

Prabhupäda: "To understand what God wants and

to see that society works towards that aim"—

that's the caption they put up here also, "The actual duty of government is to understand what God wants and to see that society works towards that aim"--"

then people will be happy.

But if the people work in the wrong direction, how can they be happy?

The government's duty is to see that they are working
in the right direction.

The right direction is to know God,

to act according to His instruction.
But if the leaders themselves do not believe in the supremacy of God, and

if they do not know what God wants to do or what He wants us to do,

then how can there be good government?

The leaders are misled, and they are misleading others.

That is the chaotic condition in the world today."

Reporter: "In the United States there has traditionally been the separation of church and state."

Prabhupäda: "I am not talking about the church. Church or no church, that is not the point. The main thing is that the leaders have to accept that there is a supreme controller. How can they deny it? Everything in nature is going on under the supreme Lord's control. The leaders cannot control nature, so why don't they accept a supreme controller? That is the defect in society. In every respect the leaders are feeling that there must be a supreme controller, and yet they are still denying Him."

Reporter: "But suppose the government is atheistic?"

Prabhupäda: "Then there cannot be good government. Americans say they trust in God, but without the science of God, that trust is simply fictitious. First take the science of God very seriously, then put your trust in Him. They do not know what God is, but we do. We actually trust in God. They are manufacturing their own way of governing, and that is their defect. They will never be successful. They are imperfect, and if they go on manufacturing their own ways and means they will remain imperfect. There will always be revolutions, one after another. There will be no peace."

Reporter: "Who determines the regulative principles of religion that people should follow?"

Prabhupäda: "God. God is perfect. He does that. According to the Vedic version, God is the leader of all living entities. Nityo nityänäà cetanaç cetanänäm. We are different from Him because He is all-perfect and we are not. We are very small. We have the qualities of God, but in very small quantity. Therefore we have only a little knowledge, that's all. With a little knowledge you can manufacture a 747 airplane, but you cannot manufacture a mosquito."

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Is it possible?

Puñöa Kåñëa: (continues reading) "God has created the mosquito's body, which is also an airplane. That is the difference between God and us. We have knowledge, but it is not as perfect as God's. So the leaders of the government have to consult God then they will rule perfectly." On this side it says "Leaders of government have to consult God, then they will rule perfectly."

Reporter: "Has God also devised the most perfect government?"

Prabhupäda: "Oh, yes. The kñatriyas ruled the government in Vedic times. When there was a war, the king was the first to fight. Just like your George Washington. He fought when there was a war. But what kind of president is ruling now? When there is a war he sits very securely and telephones orders. He's not fit to be president. When there is war the president should be the first to come forward and lead the battle."

Reporter: "But if man is small and imperfect, how can he execute God's perfect orders for a perfect government?"

Prabhupäda: "Although you may be imperfect, because you are carrying out my order, you become perfect. 

You have accepted me as your leader, and I accept God as my leader. 

In this way society can be governed perfectly."
Reporter: "So good government means first of all to accept the Supreme Being as the real ruler of the government."

Prabhupäda: "You cannot directly accept the Supreme Being.
You must accept the servants of the Supreme Being,
the brähmaëas or Vaiñëavas, devotees of the Lord, as your guides. 

The government men are the kñatriyas, the second class.

The kñatriyas should take advice from the brähmaëas or Vaiñëavas 

and make laws accordingly.

The vaiçyas should carry out the kñatriyas' orders in practice,

and the çüdras should work under these three orders,

then Society will be perfect." The end of the article.

Room Conversation                June 25, 1976, New Vrindaban

Prabhupäda: With the progress of the Kali-yuga... The Kali-yuga has begun after the Battlefield of Kurukñetra. So five thousand years ago. The whole duration of life of Kali-yuga is thirty-two hundred thousands of years. Thirty-two hundred thousands of years, out of which we have passed only five thousand years. Still, the balance is twenty-seven hundred thousands of years. So with the progress of this age, these things will happen. What is that? Tataç cänu-dinam?
Pradyumna: Dharmaù satyam.
Prabhupäda: Dharmaù. People will gradually decrease in their sense of religiosity, dharmaù. Then?

Pradyumna: Satyam.
Prabhupäda: They will be untruthful. Partly because there is no training of brahminical culture how to become truthful. People think that "What is the wrong there, I shall speak something untruth?" So that means the value of truthfulness will decrease. And the importance of religion will decrease. This is the symptoms of Kali-yuga. Then?

Pradyumna: Çaucam.
Prabhupäda: Çaucam, cleanliness. People will become unclean more and more. Then?

Pradyumna: Kñamä.
Prabhupäda: Kñamä. Formerly saintly persons and leaders, they used to excuse. Now that, the sense of excusing, "All right, this man has done something, excuse him," that will decrease. The sense of religiosity, truthfulness, and?

Pradyumna: Truthfulness, cleanliness, çaucam.
Prabhupäda: Cleanliness.

Pradyumna: Kñamä.
Prabhupäda: And kñamä, pardon. Then?

Pradyumna: Dayä.
Prabhupäda: Dayä, mercifulness. People will have no mercy. It has already begun. If somebody is attacked, being killed, nobody takes care; he goes in his own way. There is no mercy. There is no mercy to the animals. Now there is no mercy even to one child, one's own child, they killing. Just see how degraded, dayä. What to speak of no dayä, no mercy for the animals--all right, you are not so advanced--but the mother's mercy to the child will be diminished. This is foretelling. This is called tri-kala-jïä. Who expected that mother will kill the child? But Vyäsadeva, five thousand years ago, said, "Yes, mercy will be reduced." Then?

Pradyumna: Äyur.
Prabhupäda: Äyur, duration of life. The maximum duration of life in Kali-yuga is hundred years, but who is living hundred years? It is being reduced, and it will be so reduced that if a man would live twenty years, he is an old man. It will come to that stage. Now it reducing, from hundred years to ninety years to eighty years.

Hari-çauri: The average is seventy-three years now.

Prabhupäda: Seventy, then sixty then fifty. In this way, if a man lives from twenty to thirty years he will be considered grand old man. These are the symptoms, äyur. Then?

Pradyumna: Balam.
Prabhupäda: And bodily strength. Bodily strength... In India we, in our childhood, I have seen when British rule was there, all the Europeans were coming, very tall and stout and strong. Now such Europeans are not coming. Even bodily strength reduced. Then?

Pradyumna: Småtiù.
Prabhupäda: And memory. It will reduce. Just see, compare everything, religiosity and the power of mercifulness, pardoning, truthfulness, cleanliness, bodily strength, duration of life--they're all reduced. Now who can say it is not reduced? Can you say? This is called tri-kala-jïä. Tatas, what is that? Cänu-dinaà räjan?
Pradyumna:
tataç cänu-dinaà dharmaù
satyaà çaucaà kñamä dayä
kälena balinä räjan
naìkñyaty äyur balaà småtiù
Prabhupäda: Kälena, in due course of time, all these items, there are eight items it will be reducing, reducing, reducing, reducing, reducing so much. So what is that?

Devotee (2): They say that men are living longer now compared to five hundred or six hundred years ago.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee (2): They say that men are living longer now. The scientists, they say that there's less disease. They say that a hundred years ago people had more disease than...

Prabhupäda: That these rascals say, we do not say. We have seen in our childhood that my grandmother, she died at the age of ninety-six years. There was no disease. The scientists say that there was disease, now there is no disease?

Devotee (2): They say there is less disease now.

Prabhupäda: Less disease, everyone suffering from cancer.

Dhåñöadyumna: They are building more hospitals.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dhåñöadyumna: Not less.

Prabhupäda: Just see. They're increasing number of hospitals, and there is no disease?

Devotee (2): They say that a child has more of a chance of living now than...

Prabhupäda: "They say," but what is the practical? They say all, as I repeatedly, pagale ke na bole chakole ke na khai (indistinct). A madman, what does he not say, and a goat, what does he not eat? So they are all madmen. (laughter) They can say all everything.

Devotee (1): They are experimenting, Çréla Prabhupäda, with genes now.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Devotee (1): You say that we are losing the qualities of memory, strength, but they are experimenting where they can isolate genes of persons who have those qualities and put on...

Prabhupäda: But we have to see actually what is happening.

Devotee (4): They are also transplanting livers and hearts, increasing the duration of life.

Prabhupäda: So whatever they may do, things will happen like this. This is a fact. Can they increase the duration of life? People, can they make any scientific discovery that no man will die less than hundred years? Is there any such discovery?

Hari-çauri: The only discoveries they have made so far are how to kill people quicker.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Is there any discovery that here is a pill, you go on taking it, you'll not die before hundred years? Is there any discovery? Then what is the use of talking nonsense? They are reducing their life, that's a fact. And so far as mercy is concerned, we see how much it is reduced. The mother is killing child. Where is mercy now? So they may say anything like madman, but we see practically what is happening. Then?

Pradyumna:
vittam eva kalau nåëäà
janmäcära-guëodayaù
dharma-nyäya-vyavasthäyäà
käraëaà balam eva hi
Prabhupäda: So vittam, money. Money is the criterion, not family. Formerly, there was family, respectable family, aristocratic family, brähmaëa family, kñatriya family. All these things are gone now. If you accumulate some money some way or other, then you are respectable, never mind what you are. That is Kali-yuga symptom, that position in society, if you want to be respectable man, you somehow or other gather money. Never mind how we have gathered, what is the method. It doesn't matter. Get some money and you become respectable. Vittam eva hi.
Pradyumna: Vittam eva kalau nåëäà janmäcära-guëodayaù.
Prabhupäda: Ah, janmäcära. First of all, janma, the family, heredity, was taken into consideration, but thet is now forgotten. Get money. Just like in England the British Empire’s policy was that you bring money from outside and deposit in the government treasury and you become lord. Is it not? Bring money, some way or other. So that was going on, exploiting, they used to go to the foreign countries and somehow or other accumulate money. Just like Lord Clive. He was a steet boy, but he made some policy. In this way, diplomacy, he entered into Bengal and got some money, and Lord Clive, he became Lord Clive. So money is the criterion. Some way or other, bring money. That's all. That's a fact. These are the symptoms. Just try to understand.

Pradyumna: Vittam eva kalau nåëäà janmäcära-guëodayaù.
Prabhupäda: If you have money, then you are aristocratic, then whatever you do, it is all right. Janmäcära , then?

Pradyumna: Guna.
Prabhupäda: Guna. You are a most qualified man. You may be a drunkard, you may be a prostitute hunter, whatever you may be, but because of money you are a qualified man. Then?

Pradyumna: Janmäcära-guëodayaù
Prabhupäda: Go on.

Pradyumna: Dharma-nyäya-vyavasthäyäà käraëaà balam eva hi.
Prabhupäda: Dharma-nyäya. Now if you want justice, you can get it according to your desire, justice, if you have got money. That is going on. That if you bribe to the court's men and even to the judge or magistrate, you get justice accordingly. That is going on. Dharma äcära. Then?

Pradyumna: Dämpatye 'bhirucir hetur.
Prabhupäda: Hmm? Dämpatya?
Pradyumna: Dämpatye abhirucir, hetur...
Prabhupäda: Abhirucir, yes. Now formerly marriage was a religious ceremony. Marriage was, this boy and this girl should be married, it is a religious function where the father and mother will see their horoscope and see if they are compatible, they will agree, they will live peacefully, so many things are there. Still, in India such things are calculated by the parents of the boy and the girl. But in this Kali-yuga, dämpatye abhirucir. Abhirucir means the boy and the girl, if he likes, if he says, that's all. No other calculation. And the, after three days after marriage, there is divorce. (laughter) Because abhirucir, "I like, I don't like," that's all. Now I like, and after three days I don't like, finished, business. In Chicago I saw a newspaper. One girl, within three weeks she has divorced two husbands. (laughter) Yes, I saw it in the newspaper. So this, formerly the father, mother used to see that this boy and this girl are going to be married. So by horoscope, by other circumstances, by family, cultural, by education, so many things, whether they will live peacefully. That was the understanding. Husband-wife means, a man requires a woman, a woman requires a man. They should be combined in such a way that they can live peacefully. If there is no disturbance of the mind, then they can make further progress in spiritual life. Therefore marriage is also necessary, and that must be properly done. This was the... Now there is no such consideration. The boys and girls are free, and if one likes the other... Dämpatye, what is that?

Pradyumna: Dämpatye 'bhirucir hetur.
Prabhupäda: Hmm. Ruci. Ruci means liking. Then?

Pradyumna: I think it is mäyaiva vyävahärike.
Prabhupäda: Ah, mäyaiva vyävahärike. In ordinary dealings there is cheating. This is Kali-yuga. Ordinarily even when gentleman-gentleman, so-called gentlemen talking, he's trying to cheat him, he's trying to cheat him. By talking. And ordinarily. Mäyaiva vyävahärike. To talk with gentleman-gentleman, it is ordinary thing, but still there will be so many untruthfulness. Mäyaiva vyävahärike. Then?

Pradyumna: Strétve puàstve ca hi ratir vipratve sütram eva hi.
Prabhupäda: Hnm. And woman is nice, man is nice, this should be considered by sex power. Strétve puàstve ca hi ratir. Then?

Pradyumna: Vipratve sütram eva hi.
Prabhupäda: Vipratve sütram eva hi. And there is a brähmaëa.
What is the proof that he is a brähmaëa? He has got a sacred thread, that's all.

Or thread. It may not be sacred; purchased on the market. So at least we try to give a sacred thread by ceremony. But anyone can purchase a thread from the market, two-paisa worth or one-cent worth, and become a brähmaëa.
"You are a brähmaëa?" "Yes, you see my sacred thread?" (laughter) Finished.

"What you are doing?" "Never mind."

Don't be such brähmaëas, at least in our camp.

You must follow the rules and regulations.

Don't show that "I am now doubly initiated, sacred thread."

Don't cheat in that way.
Vipratve sütram eva hi. Then?

Pradyumna: Liìgam eväçrama-khyätäv.
Prabhupäda: Liìgam eväçrama-khyätäv. There are äçramas, brahmacäré, sannyäsé, gåhastha. So they have got different dresses.

So Kali-yuga, simply by dress, he becomes a brahmacäré, he become a gåhastha, he becomes a sannyäsé, simply by dress.

What he is acting, nobody cares, that's all. Then?

Pradyumna: Liìgam, eva.
Prabhupäda: Liìgam means the external feature. This is the dress of a sannyäsé, this is the dress of a gåhastha. Just like daëòa. Daëòa is the symptom that he is a sannyäsé. Then?

Pradyumna: Liìgam eväçrama-khyätäv anyonyäpatti-käraëam.
Prabhupäda: Hmm. Then?

Pradyumna: Avåttyä nyäya-daurbalyam.
Prabhupäda: Avåttyä nyäya-daurbalyam. If you have no money, then you cannot get justice. First of all you have to pay government so many percentage of money. Suppose somebody owes to you some money and he's not giving you. So if you have to go to the court, first of all you have to spend so much money, and if you have no money, then you cannot get your money back. You have to pay this lawyer's fee, the stand duty, and so on, so on. But if you say "I have no money," then forget justice. That's all. Avåttyä nyäya-daurbalyam.
Pradyumna: Päëòitye cäpalaà vacaù.
Prabhupäda: Paëòita, if you can speak very vehemently, any subject matter, people may or may not understand, and they will certify you: "Oh, this man is very learned." "What you have learned from him?" "Oh, I could not understand, but he's spoke very nicely." He spoke very nicely. What is that nicely? That cäpala. (Prabhupäda speaks some jibberish) You go on speaking like that, (devotees laugh) and people will appreciate, "Oh, he's a big speaker!" What have you learned from him? Then?

Pradyumna: Anadhyataivasädhutve sädhutve dambha eva tu.
Prabhupäda: And if you are poor man, then you are not honest.
That is the criterion. "Oh, here is a..." When the poor man comes, you'll not give place at your place. If he wants to stay, you'll refuse, "No." Because he's poor, he's immediately accepted as dishonest. He may be honest or dishonest, but poverty is a sign for accepting a man as dishonest. Then?

Pradyumna:
anäòhyataiväsädhutve
sädhutve dambha eva tu
svékära eva codvähe
snänam eva prasädhanam
Prabhupäda: Hmm. Svékära eva codvähe. Marriage will go on simply by agreement, not by qualification. Svékära eva codvähe. Snänam eva prasädhanam. And if you take bath, then all bodily cleanliness is finished, that's all. Then?

Pradyumna: Düre väry-ay...
Prabhupäda: Väry-ayanam.
Pradyumna: Oh. Düre...
Prabhupäda: Düre väry-ayanaà tértham. Tértham. If you go...

Just like there is Våndävana and here is New Vrindaban.

But if you spend ten thousand dollars and go to Våndävana, then it is pilgrimage.

And here is Våndävana-candra.

So that is not very important. Düre väry-ayanam.
You have to go far, far away, (laughter) then it will be pilgrimage.

In India, there is Ganges in Calcutta. But they go to Hardwar. Then it is pilgrimage. (laughter) The same Ganges, coming from Hardwar. Then?

Pradyumna: Düre väry-ayanaà térthaà lävaëyaà keça-dhäraëam.
Prabhupäda: Hmm. Lävaëyam, now you know very well in the Western country. Beauty increases by having long hair. (laughter) I was just trying to recite this verse only, and now see how it is current. Who expected that this foretelling is there in the Bhägavatam? To increase beauty, have long hair. Is it not? Now just see. How five thousand years this thing was foretold? That is the proof. There was no hippie movement then. (laughs) But Vyäsadeva foretold that in the Kali-yuga if one keeps long hair he will think himself as very beautiful. There are so many things. Ultimately, with the advancement of Kali-yuga you'll have no food. Food means there will be no food grains, there will be no milk, there will be no sugar, like that. No fruits. If you get fruits, there will be no pulp, it is simply seeds. These things are there. You get a mango, but a mango means simply the big seed, that's all. So how can you check it? If nature's way, things are going to happen like that, what the scientists will do? If there is no rice, no wheat, will the scientists...? They can say replace with a pill, but they cannot produce wheat or rice or dahl or milk, sugar. That is not possible.

Dhåñöadyumna: Çréla Prabhupäda? They have fashioned a way for the spacemen that they can drink their own urine and eat their own stool.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the most scientific improvement. (laughter) Yes. That they can do. (laughter) By scientific improvement, they can drink their own urine, very tasty. That is possible.

Devotee (1): With all these disqualifications, how can the general mass of people take to Kåñëa consciousness?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the only remedy. That is stated here. You'll find this verse,

kaler doña-nidhe räjann
asti hy eko mahän guëaù
kértanäd eva kåñëasya
mukta-saìgaù paraà vrajet
It is, the Kali-yuga, it is an ocean of faults. How...? Suppose all over your body there are boils. So where you will apply ointment? You just dip down. (laughter) (end)

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Simply expand this idea. Kåñé-go-rakñya-väëéjyam.
Garden Discussion on Bhagavad-gétä As It Is Macmillan Edition Sixteenth Chapter                 June 26, 1976, New Vrndavana (reading from purport)
“As far as simplicity is concerned, 

not only should a particular order of life follow this principle, but every member, 

be he in the brahmacäré-äçrama, or gåhastha-äçrama, or vänaprastha-äçrama. 

One must live very simply. 
“Ahiàsä means not arresting the progressive life of any living entity. One should not think that since the spirit spark is never killed even after the killing of the body, there is no harm in killing animals for sense gratification. People are now addicted to eating animals, in spite of having an ample supply of grains, fruits and milk. There is no necessity for animal killing. This injunction is for everyone. When there is no other alternative, one may kill an animal, but it should be offered in sacrifice. At any rate, when there is an ample food supply for humanity, persons who are desiring to make advancement in spiritual realization should not commit violence to animals. Real ahiàsä means not checking anyone's progressive life. The animals are also making progress in their evolutionary life by transmigrating from one category of animal life to another. If a particular animal is killed, then his progress is checked. If an animal is staying in a particular body for so many days or so many years and is untimely killed, then he has to come back again in that form of life to complete the remaining days in order to be promoted to another species of life. 

So their progress should not checked simply to satisfy one's palate. 

This is called ahiàsä. 

Satyam: This word means that one should not distort the truth for some personal interest. 

In Vedic literature there are some difficult passages, but the meaning or the purpose should be learned from a bona fide spiritual master. That is the process for understanding the Vedas. Çruti means that one should hear from the authority. One should not construe some interpretation for his personal interest. There are so many commentaries on Bhagavad-gétä that misinterpret the original text. The real import of the word should be presented, and that should be learned from a bona fide spiritual master. Akrodha means to check anger. Even if there is provocation, one should be tolerant, for once one becomes angry his whole body becomes polluted. Anger is the product of the modes of passion and lust, so one who is transcendentally situated should check himself from anger. Apaiçunam means that one should not find fault with others or correct them unnecessarily. Of course, to call a thief a thief is not fault-finding, but to call an honest person a thief is very much offensive for one who is making advancement in spiritual life. Hré means that one should be very modest and must not perform some act which is abominable. Acäpalam, 'determination,' means that one should not be agitated or frustrated in some attempt. There may be failure in some attempt, but one should not be sorry for that; he should make progress with patience and determination. The word tejaù used here is meant for the kñatriyas. The kñatriyas should always be very strong to be able to give protection to the weak. They should not pose themselves as nonviolent. If violence is required, they must exhibit it. Çaucam means cleanliness, not only in mind and body but in one's dealings also. It is especially meant for the mercantile people, who should not deal in the black market. Näti-mänitä, 'not expecting honor,' applies to the çüdras, the worker class, which are considered, according to Vedic injunctions, to be the lowest of the four classes. They should not be puffed up with unnecessary prestige or honor and should remain in their own status. It is the duty of the çüdras to offer respect to the higher class for the upkeep of the social order. All these sixteen qualifications mentioned are transcendental qualities. They should be cultivated according to the different statuses of the social order. The purport is that even though material conditions are miserable, if these qualities are developed by practice, by all classes of men, then gradually it is possible to rise to the highest platform of transcendental realization." Text 4. [ ]

Prabhupäda: So your answer is there. 

They think liberty means whatever he likes. That is demoniac

 person(?).

Prabhupäda: Ugra-karmäëaù, the factory. This is ugra-karma. Pradyumna was describing ugra-karma, hellish.

Little karma, just wheat is growing, a little tilling, that is sufficient.

What is the use of opening big, big factory? Ugra-karma. What it has helped? You were talking on behalf of them. What it has helped? Keeping them. Innocent men, women, they are kept in that factory simply for livelihood.

A little work will provide his needs. Nature has given so much facility.

They can grow little food anywhere.

The cows are there in the pasturing ground.

Take MILK and live peacefully.

Why you open factories? What is the use? Keeping them in hellish condition of life. So this is the description. Now discuss these points.
Morning Walk                      New Vrndavana June 26, 1976
Prabhupäda: They do not. Rascals... How to live, they do not know. Animals. There is a class of men in India, they take, I told you, the dead body of a cow.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Cobblers.

Dhåñöadyumna: Mucis?
Prabhupäda: Muci, yes. Their business is shoe maker. So when the cow is dead, they take it, they eat the meat and take the skin and the hoof. They make business without any, what is called, investment. Harer näma. That is economic. He gets the skin without any price, and he makes shoes and gets full profit. But that is for a class of men, not for all. Economic gain for a cobbler is not the economic gain for a brähmaëa. "One man's food another man's poison."

Puñöa Kåñëa: Is considered, Çréla Prabhupäda, that when a brähmaëa is engaged in the activities of plowing and cultivating, that he has become a vaiçya?

Prabhupäda: NO. If there  is NOBODY to help, he can do. (DID he say “just buy and eat the shop food”?)

Garden Conversation                 New Vrndavana, June 27, 1976

Puñöa Kåñëa: But then he might say "But I love God."

Prabhupäda: He might say, that is another thing. The standard is this. He may say--he's a rascal, he can say so many nonsense. That is not the standard. He says that "God is talking with me." So I have to see whether he's a candidate with whom God can talk. The formula is teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam. "One who is twenty-four-hours engaged in My service with love and faith, God talks with him." So first of all see whether he's twenty-four-hours engaged in God's service with love and faith. Then you can understand, "Yes, God is talking with him." But he has no preliminary qualification, if he says "I can talk with God," he's a nonsense. That means because you are a nonsense you are talking about him that God talks with him. You do not know with whom God talks. So you are nonsense also. You accept him, "Yes, he may be talking with God." How he can talk? That means you are also nonsense. You do not know with whom God talks. Why do you accept such proposition? If some store keeper says "I have passed M.A., L.L.D.," and I have to accept that? You must know with whom God talks. That means you are nonsense. You are accepting nonsensically. 

And the person who is constantly engaged in God's service, 

unless he's trained up by a spiritual master, how can he be engaged? 

So without spiritual master, 

one cannot be engaged in devotional service, 

and without devotional service, nobody's eligible to talk with God. [ ]

Prabhupäda: You do not know expert. So if we remain under the guidance of Kåñëa, then we also become expert to some extent. And Kåñëa's expertly service or intelligence we can see in the flower, so many flowers. So why shall I not take shelter of Kåñëa? Sarva-dharmän parityajya. That is intelligence. That is intelligence. We see Kåñëa's expertly manipulation. So if we take Kåñëa's shelter, at least we shall get little intelligence. Dadämi buddhi-yogaà tam. "He gets the intelligence directly from Me." And that is wanted. Why it is foolishly dealing with this rice, dahl and make spoil everything? Be little expert from Kåñëa's instructions and make everything nice. 
Kåñëa personally teaches   how to deal  with cows.
He never showed the example of killing the cows.

(Ed:  indirectly by giving them away to untrustworthy people; taking charge of them or authorizing others to without sufficient experience, commitment and qualification; through neglect i.e. without providing them shelter (so that they contract pneumonia etc) supervision (accidents, shade, clean water, pasture management, protection from other animals including mean cows, etc etc)

He maintained the cows, the calf. 

He was distributing butter even to the monkeys. And the pasturing ground became muddy on account of milk dropping from the bags. That is Krsna.

And He is personally taking care.
So why the Krsna’s devotees should not do it?

Give protection to the cows and utilize the milk.

That is one of the items of Krsna consciousness. We are not keeping hogs and dogs.

We are keeping cows because we are Krsna conscious.
Krsna did not keep so many dogs as nowadays so many big, big men they are keeping dogs. Kåñëa did not do so.

If we follow Kåñëa's instruction, 

then we are perfect.

Practical example.
We have not invent.

If we simply follow what Kåñëa has instructed us, 

then we become perfect.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is the alternative life style.
It is not that... This is the only.
The other thing is fictitious. That's nice. Keep it. Any other film? No. Make similar films.

And I was anxious about food production. That is there, already there.

Kértanänanda: Could have been a little more.

Prabhupäda: No, it is... In nutshell everything is there.

Our agriculture, our temple, and food growing, and everything is there.
Rädhä-Kåñëa worship. The sum and substance, everything... And you are living practically for the last... Eight years? Here?

Kértanänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: You have no difficulty.

You are happy more and more.

Immense land. You can come, hundreds. We can provide.

There is food. There is shelter.

Kértanänanda: They are worried that by protecting the cow it would not be economic, that they would lose. But actually we have proof--the more we protect cows, the more we gain in opulence.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Kértanänanda: Our community is gaining in opulence.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Dhänyena dhanavän.
If you have got grain, then you are rich. 

And if you have got cows, then you are rich. 

This is the standard of Vedic richness.
Dhänyena dhanavän gavayo dhanavän. They don't say, "Keep some papers and you become rich." All rascal, one thousand dollar I promise to pay, a piece of paper. 

Practical, we have got enough food grains. We have got enough... 

That  is richness. 

What is use of paper? Even gold you have got, you have to exchange.

And if you have grain, immediate food.

Just boil with milk, and it is nectarean, param anna, immediately.

Take some wood collected from the wood and have fire, put the milk and the grains--oh, you'll get so nice food, nutritious, full of vitamin, and so easily made.

It is

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rädhävallabha: It works too.

Prabhupäda: DO IT VERY SINCERELY
Don't spoil LIFE.

BE VERY SOBER AND DO THIS WORK
Whole world  will be happy.

After all, they are seeking after happiness.
So there is  happiness here...
Continue THIS program.

People will be happy.
And I think America is the only place who can spread

THIS Kåñëa consciousness movement happily for the benefit of the whole world.

You have got everything sufficient.

Now  get  the  Kåñëa  in tel li gen ce
Now here, in this quarter, sun also rising very nicely. Formerly it was not so bright. Due to this Hare Kåñëa chanting, sun is giving light. Is it not?

Kértanänanda: It is a fact.

Prabhupäda: The more people will be sinful, the place will be dark with cloudy. Nature will always disturb. Tän ahaà dviñataù krürän.
They will not be happy. 
It is not possible.

T H I S  IS THE  ONLY  WAY  TO BECOME  HAPPY
So, so far as possible, I have given you some framework.

Now you fill up. Make it a nice building. (Ed: NOT literally)

Yes. All right. (devotees offer obeisances) (break)

Puñöa Kåñëa: That, the charge is that Hinduism is fatalistic, and therefore people are not making progress because they simply accept...

Prabhupäda: No, no. They are misguided. First of all, the Hinduism is also misguiding. There is no such thing as Hinduism. It is sanätana-dharma and varëäçrama-dharma. I do not know how this word... Most probably it was given by the Mohammedans, "Hindus." But there is no such thing. In Bhagavad-gétä I don't find any word as "Hindu." Is there any word? Throughout the whole? There is no such thing.

Puñöa Kåñëa: There's a second part to this question also, Çréla Prabhupäda. They ask: if it's false that actually Hinduism is not fatalistic or sanätana-dharma is not fatalistic...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Fatalistic in this sense, that the destiny cannot be changed. Just like I have given already the example, that the Mahatma Gandhi, nobody expected that he would be killed by his own countryman. Why it happened? This means destiny cannot change. This is a prominent example, that Mahatma Gandhi, he was in a big meeting. Who expected that Mahatma Gandhi could be killed, and by his own countryman? But it was done. That is destiny. You cannot check it. So our point is that... The whole Vedic civilization is that destiny, a certain amount of happiness in this material world... Nobody is enjoying uninterrupted happiness. That is not possible. A certain amount of so-called happiness and certain amount of so-called distress. There must be always. So as you cannot check your distressed condition of life, similarly you cannot check your happy condition of life. It will come automatically. So don't waste your time for these things. You better utilize your energy for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness. So those who are not Kåñëa conscious, they think that "These people are wasting time."

Puñöa Kåñëa: So then, is it true then that people who have this conception, they would not try for progress?

Prabhupäda: No, no. Progress... The thing is that if you try progress vainly, what is the use of trying? If it is a fact you cannot change your destiny, so why should you try for that? Better... That is the... Tasyaiva hetoù prayateta. Therefore whatever energy you have got, you utilize it for understanding Kåñëa consciousness. Make it clear. Just like our society. We are, our main business is how to make advancement in Kåñëa consciousness. We are not very enthusiastic to open big, big factories and 

big, big   money- earning   machine. 

No. We are not interested. We'll be satisfied with the amount of happiness or distress, whatever we are destined. Let us utilize our energy for Kåñëa consciousness. This is the point. So the Vedic civilization is meant for realization of God. Viñëur aradhyate. So they try for that. And now, at the present moment.... 

Actually, the varëäçrama-dharmi, they never tried for economic development. 

You'll find in India still, thousands of men taking bath in the Ganges. In the Kumbhamela... You have been in Kumbhamela?

Devotee: No.

Prabhupäda: At the Kumbhamela millions of people are coming to take bathing in the Ganges because they are interested how to become liberated. They're not lazy. They're going thousands miles, two thousand miles away, to take bathing in the Prayägaa. So they are not lazy. But they are not busy in the dog's race. Yä niçä sarva-bhütänäà tasyäà jägarti saàyamé. Saàyamé. He keeps night, he does not sleep. Others are sleeping. So similarly, the dogs and asses, they think that "They are not working." And they are working. The different platforms. So the Vedic civilization which is practiced in India... Now it is distorted, but actually, they are not lazy. They are very, very busy. Not only very, very busy, but from, they are trying to become self-realized from the very beginning of life.

Devotee: Kaumäraà acaret prajïä?

Prabhupäda: Prajïo dharmaà bhägavatan iha. That is recommended. They are not lazy. They are so busy that want to begin the business from the very childhood. So it is a wrong conception that they are lazy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So then if this is false that actually they're not...

Prabhupäda: they do not know what is the aim of life. They think that "they are not racing like dog; therefore, they are lazy." But they are busy, very busy, from the childhood. But they have no eyes to see what is, business means.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The second point is, in connection with this question, that there's a certain class of people in India--he describes them as being advanced, well-meaning and highly educated people in India today--that they're accusing Hinduism of inhibiting progress and he wants to know why is this.

Prabhupäda: That is explained. They do not know what is progress. The Vedic civilization is not interested in this so-called false progress. Just like from hut to skyscraper. They think this is progress. But the Vedic civilization thinks how much he is advanced in self-realization. Either he is in cottage or in skyscraper. But if he wastes his time to turn the huts into skyscrapers, then the whole life is finished. And next time he is going to be a dog. He does not know. That's all.

Dhåñöadyumna: Çréla Prabhupäda? They want to know how this can be counteracted, this idea?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Don't get...

Hari-çauri: (whispering) this is going to be transcribed.

Prabhupäda: Make everything clear.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes, that is very clear. Would you like to hear the next question, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: No, it is clear or now?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So long it is not clear, you can go on asking. One question after one question.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The point was made by you that they don't understand what actual progress is.

Prabhupäda: Actually, destiny cannot be checked. That I have already given. Even Mahatma Gandhi could not. The destiny you cannot check.

Puñöa Kåñëa: But then the question may be raised if destiny cannot be checked, then why not, when a child is born, simply let him like an animal run around and whatever happens to him...

Prabhupäda: No. That is the advantage of... you can train him spiritually. That is possible. Therefore it is said, tasyaiva hetoù prayateta kovido. For that purpose you engage your energy. That is open. Ahaituky apratihatä. The devotional service, Kåñëa consciousness, apratihatä, it cannot be checked. Material destiny can be checked, or it cannot be checked. Similarly, your advancement in spiritual life cannot be checked if you endeavor for it. But your advancement of so-called material happiness, that is already destined. You cannot check it. Try to understand this.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So then in terms of advancing in spiritual life, actually we can't say that the sanätana-dharma is fatalistic. That there is actually endeavor towards progress.

Prabhupäda: Fatalistic... I have given this example also. Just like a man is condemmed by the law court to be hanged. Nobody can check it. Nobody can check. Even the same judge who has given this verdict, he cannot check. But if he begs for the mercy of the king, he can check it. He can go all above the law. Therefore, karmäëi nirdahati kintu ca bhakti-bhäjäm. In the Brahma-saàhitä it is said that destiny can be changed by Kåñëa for His devotees. Otherwise it is not possible. If one is condemmed to death, Kåñëa can check it. Otherwise, it is falsehood when Kåñëa.... Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi," I shall give you protection from all reaction of sinful activities." Suppose you are to be killed by somebody on account of your sinful activity. Nobody can check it, ordinarily, but Kåñëa can check it. Otherwise Kåñëa's telling false, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi, "I shall give you protection." So therefore our business should be only to surrender to Kåñëa. And if you artificially want to be more happy by economic development, that is not possible. That is not possible.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Question number three?

Prabhupäda: Hm? No, first of all clear by your so, melforce(?) (laughter)

Puñöa Kåñëa: It may take several issues to...

Prabhupäda: Try to understand what is that. The first thing is that your destiny cannot be changed. That's a fact. But in spite of your destiny, if you try for Kåñëa consciousness... Otherwise, why Prahläda Mahäräja is asking his friends, kaumära äcaret...? If the destiny cannot be changed, then why he's asking? It is not the... Destiny means material business. That you cannot check. But it can also be checked when you are in spiritual life.

Puñöa Kåñëa: What is the meaning of apratihatä? You said that spiritual development cannot be checked.

Prabhupäda: Pratihatä means suppose you are destined to suffer. So apratihatä means in spite of your so-called suffering, the suffering will be reduced or there will be no suffering. But in spite of suffering, you can make progress in spiritual life. Just like Prahläda Mahäräja himself, his father was putting him in so many suffering conditions but it was not impeded. He was making progress. He was making progress. He didn't care for father's putting him into so many suffering. That is called apratihatä. If you want to execute Kåñëa consciousness, your material condition of life cannot check it. That is the progress (?) (indistinct). But so far material condition, that cannot be checked. You have to suffer. But in case of devotee that suffering also, can be stopped. Otherwise Kåñëa's version is false: ahaà tväà sarva päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi. Suffering is there on account of my sinful activities but Kåñëa says ahaà tväà sarva päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù. Make it clear. Ordinarily destiny cannot be checked. Therefore instead of wasting your time for change your economic condition or material destiny, you employ this energy for Kåñëa consciousness. That cannot be checked. Your so-called... So many men we can see, they are working so hard, does it mean that everyone has become a Ford, a Rockefeller? Why? Everyone is trying his best. Mr. Ford was to become rich man, his destiny was there, he became rich man. But does it mean that other man who has worked so hard like Ford, he has become like a Ford? No. This is practical. You cannot change your destiny simply by working hard like ass (?) and dogs. No. But you can utilize your energy for improving your Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: That's a fact. He was destined to be killed by his countryman, he was not? Such a big man, such vigilance and so many people were guarding him and still he was killed in the meeting. Why Mahatma Gandhi? Your president, ex, Kennedy. Was less protection was taken? No, every was there, everything was there but still he was killed. Who can stop this destiny? So destiny cannot be checked. The fatalists, they know, "My material happiness or distress, it cannot be checked. It will happen so why shall I waste my energy for this purpose. Let me utilize my energy for advancing

in Kåñëa consciousness." Therefore it is said tasyaiva hetoù prayateta kovido na labyhate yad bhramatäm, that is intelligence.

Devotee: Çréla Prabhupäda, if destiny cannot be changed, what does Kåñëa mean when He says, "Be thou happy by this sacrifice."

Prabhupäda: Do you know what is meant by sacrifice?

Devotee: Sacrifice to Viñëu, to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That means to please Kåñëa. If Kåñëa is pleased He can change destiny. Karmäëi nirdahati kintu ca bhakti bhäjäà. Sacrifice means to please Kåñëa, yajïa. Yajïa means to please Kåñëa. The whole, our Kåñëa consciousness movement means to please Kåñëa. That is the whole program. In all other business there is no question of pleasing Kåñëa. When they declare war, one nation to another, there is no question of pleasing Kåñëa. They're pleasing their whims. The two, big, big wars began, it was not for pleasing Kåñëa. The Germans wanted that their sense gratification is being hampered by the Britishers, "Declare war." That means it was a war of sense gratification. "The Britishers are satisfying their sense gratification; we cannot do. All right, fight." So, there was no question of pleasing Kåñëa. Hm. Then?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Question number three. It is said that the greatest strength of Hinduism is its catholicity, or breadth of outlook, broadness of vision, but that this is also the greatest weakness in that there is very little common prescribed religious observances which are obligatory for all as in other religions. Is it necessary and possible to outline certain basic minimum observances for all Hindus.

Prabhupäda: So far Vedic religion is concerned, it is not for the Hindus. That is to be understood. The sanätana-dharma. It is for all living entities, all human beings. It is called sanätana-dharma. That I have already explained. The living entity is sanätana, God is sanätana, and there is sanätana-dharma. Paras tasmät tu bhävo 'nyo 'vyakto 'vyaktät sanätanaù. And where Kåñëa is described sanätana in the Eleventh Chapter. Do you remember? He is described as sanätana. Sanätanam. So actually, the Vedic system is called sanätana-dharma. Not Hindu dharma. This is a wrong conception. The sanätana-dharma is meant for all living entities, not the so-called Hindus,

Muslims, Christians. For everyone. That is sanätana-dharma. These are later misconceptions, Hinduism and this ism, that ism, that ism. Actually, it is called sanätana-dharma, or varëäçrama-dharma. That is meant for everyone. But because it was being followed regularly in India and Indians were called by the Muslims on the other side of the River Sind, or Sindu, and they pronounce Sind as Hind. Therefore they called India as Hindustan, means on the other side of Sindu, or Hindu River. Otherwise, it has no Vedic reference. So this Hindu dharma has no Vedic reference. The real Vedic dharma is sanätana-dharma, varëäçrama-dharma. First of all he has to understand this. Now that sanätana-dharma, or Vedic dharma, being distorted, not being obeyed, not being carried properly, it has come to the understanding of Hinduism. That is a freak understanding. That is not real understanding. We have to study sanätana-dharma or varëäçrama-dharma. Then we'll understand what is Vedic religion.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So is there anything obligatory or prescribed for all people who follow this religion, that a minimum observance that they must do?

Prabhupäda: Yes, sanätana... The sanätana... Every living entity is eternal, sanätana. God is eternal, and we can live with God in a place which is called sanätana-dhäma. So this reciprocation is called sanätana-dharma. So Vedic religion means this sanätana-dharma, not Hindu dharma, or Muslim dharma, or this dharma. Read it Rädhävallabha:

tvam akñaraà paramaà veditavyaà

tvam asya viçvasya paraà nidhänam

tvam avyayaù çäçvata-dharma-goptä

sanätanas tvaà puruño mato me

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rädhävallabha: Translation?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rädhävallabha: Your are the supreme primal objective. You are the best in all the universes. You are inexhaustible and You are the oldest. You are the maintainer of religion, the eternal Personality of Godhead.

Prabhupäda: This is wanted. Kåñëa is eternal, we are eternal, and the place we live, exchanging our feelings, that is eternal. And the system which teaches this eternal system of reciprocation, that is called sanätana-dharma. That is meant for everyone.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So what daily prescribed religious observances would one who is aspiring for this sanätana-dharma, what would they do? What kind of daily prescribed religious observance? Because the complaint is that within this Hinduism, or let's say sanätana-dharma, there is such a breadth, there is so much variegatedness in different types...

Prabhupäda: So why do you go to variegatedness? Why don't you take the real purpose of religion from Kåñëa? Kåñëa says, "This is real dharma," sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà..." Why don't you take that? Why are you going to variegated things or varieties under the name of so-called Hinduism? Why do you go there? Why don't you take the advice of the sanätana, Kåñëa? You don't take what is sanätana-dharma, what sanätana God says, and you say, "How we can come to the right point, avoiding so many varieties?" Why you go to the varieties? Take to this one consciousness, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà. Why don't you do that?

Puñöa Kåñëa: How can people practically do this on a daily basis?

Prabhupäda: How we are doing? Is it not practical? They'll manufacture their own way of religion. And that is... That is not practical. You take this practical system. What is this? Man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé... Where is impracticality? You simply think of Kåñëa, become His devotee, worship Kåñëa. Or just offer a little obeisances to Kåñëa. Where is the difficulty? Why don't you do that? Kåñëa says, "This is the duty. If you do this, you come to Me." Man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäm evaiñyasi asaàçaya. "Without any doubt you'll come to Me." Why don't you do that? Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà. Why you remain Hindu? Why you remain Muslim? Why you remain Christian? Give up all this nonsense. Just surrender to Kåñëa. " am devotee of Kåñëa, servant of Kåñëa." Take this. Then everything will be immediately done. Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityajya. So why you want to remain Hindu? And try to adjust things? Dharma means dharmaà tu säkñäd bhagavat-praëétam. What God says, that is dharma. Now, God says that "You give up all this. You just surrender unto Me." So take that dharma. Why you want to remain a Hindu? And who is a Hindu who does not accept the authority of Kåñëa? Who is a Hindu? If any Hindu says, even up till now, that "I don't care for Kåñëa and Bhagavad-gétä," he will be immediately rejected as a madman. Why don't you take Kåñëa's instruction? Why do you go outside? Therefore your trouble is there. You do not know what is religion, you do not know what is Hinduism, what is sanätana-dharma. You do not know anything. And actually, practically, you see that in our Kåñëa consciousness movement there are so-called Hindus, so-called Muslims. They do not care for Muslim or Hindu or Christian. They are taking care of Kåñëa. That's all. If you take care of false religious system, then you suffer. You take real religious system, then you'll be happy.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Sometimes it's also seen, say, that Muslims and Hindus they will be converted to Christianity, and the same argument can be given. So what would be the difference for the, in this case, that one who is identifying himself as Christian or one is identifying himself as devotee of Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: First of all, you have to understand what is religion. The religion is God's law. You have to understand. Religion does not mean your manufactured, concocted ideas. What God says, that is religion. So here Kåñëa is God. He is saying. Therefore this is religion. Is that clear? Make it clear. So long one point is not clear, don't go to the next point.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. Especially he is trying to inquire that it appears that India, for example, today...

Prabhupäda: But India, they have given up the real religious system, sanätana-dharma, or varëäçrama-dharma. Fictitiously, they have accepted a hodgepodge thing which is called Hinduism. Therefore there is trouble. Everywhere, but India especially, they are... Vedic religion... 

Vedic religion means varëäçrama-dharma. That is... Kåñëa says, God says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam.

So that is, what is called, obligatory.

Just like law is obligatory. You cannot say that "I don't take this law." No. You have to take it if you want to have a happy. You cannot become outlaw. Then you'll not be happy. You'll be punished. So God says mayä såñöam. "It is given by Me." So how we can deny it? And that is religion. Dharmaà tu säkñäd bhagavat-praëétam. Dharmam means the order given by the God. The God says that cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. 
"For the proper management of the human society, there should be these four divisions, social divisions."
So you have to take it.
Puñöa Kåñëa: This would be the prescription for all people?

Prabhupäda: Everyone, for all people.
There must be on the head the intelligent class of men who will give advice.

Then next class, the... That is all given in the Bhagavad-gétä. Brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.

But when you become Kåñëa conscious   you can give up all these regulative principles directly. Therefore Kåñëa, sarva-dharmän parityajya. A brähmaëa-dharma, kñatriya-dharma, or this dharma, that dharma, Hindu dharma, Mussulman dharma. If you have everything, simply... Because the ultimate aim of dharma is to come to Kåñëa. "You directly come to Me; then everything is all right."

Devotee: So many other people, they concoct their own system and they say "This is the way to go to God."

Prabhupäda: Then let them suffer. What can be done? What can be done? If you don't take the laws of the state, you manufacture your own laws, then you'll suffer. If the state says, "Keep to the right," and if make your own law, "No, keep to the left," then you'll suffer. It's a fact. [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: Question number four. Even a well read, widely traveled, and enlightened editor like the late Çré Frank Moraes... I think that's how you... M-o-r-a-e-s. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Who is he?

Puñöa Kåñëa: I don't know. He's late though.

Dhåñöadyumna: He has died, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Puñöa Kåñëa: He's dead. He was enlightened. "...equated Hindu ethos with castism." He equated that Hindu culture, or Hindu ethos, and castism is one and the same. "Will the fundamental values of Hinduism be in any way affected by the eradication of castism, towards which a concerted effort is now being made at all levels?"

Prabhupäda: But it cannot be done. This is another foolishness. Because Kåñëa says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.

But the difficulty is the caste system is coming on account of false notion that a brähmaëa is the son of a brähmaëa.

That is caste system. But Kåñëa does not say. He says, "By quality and work." He never says, "By birth." So this so-called castism in India that is a false notion of cätur-varëyaà. 

Real cätur-varëyaà means guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. 

One must be qualified.

 And how one is qualified? That is also described. Satya çamo damo titikñva ärjava jïänaà vijïänam ästikyam. So there must be education. It is not that to abolish the caste system which is contaminated by false conception, or birth right conception.

This wrong caste system should be abolished and
training centers should be opened
how to train a person to become brähmaëa or to become kñatriya.

Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. So you cannot avoid it, but because you have misconceived the caste system, that should be abolished, and the system recommended by Kåñëa, that should be taken. Otherwise you cannot avoid it. Caste system will remain. Just like truthfulness. So all over the world you'll find somebody who is truthful. Why do you take it: "His father was truthful, therefore he is truthful."? This is nonsense. This is nonsense. Kåñëa never said that. The father may be Hiranyakasipu, but his son is Prahläda. Or a son... Not that the, one has to become exactly like the father. It may be. There is every possibility, but it is not a fact that the son becomes like the father. It is not fact. So similarly, the first class man is truthful.

Now, wherever you find a truthful man, you classify him as brähmaëa.
That is wanted.
Why do you take that "Here is a son of truthful man; therefore he is brähmaëa"? That is misconception. You have to pick up the truthful men all over the world and classify them as brähmaëa. That we are doing. "If you follow these principles, no illicit sex, no intoxication, no gambling, no meat-eating, you are brähmaëa. Come on." His father may be meat-eater or gambler or drunkard, but he is agreeing, "All right, come on, this come. You are welcome." Then it will be all right. You cannot abolish the truthful class of men. There are... You'll find truthful men everywhere. So you have to pick up. So Kåñëa says that, cätur-varëyaà mayä, guëa-karma...

You pick up the quality of men and put them in the brahminical class, 

and then next, kñatriya class, then vaiçya class, then çüdra class.

But you cannot abolish that system. That is a false attempt. Because more or less, there will be a class of men who are truthful. You cannot abolish. More or less, there will be a class of men who are sinful. So as soon as you want to pick up from a family, then it is mistake, miscalculated. That caste system should be abolished. But real classification...

Not caste. It is classification.

Intelligent class of men, or truthful class of men, the fighter class of men, that will continue all over the world. You cannot abolish it. Even if you abolish caste system in India, you cannot abolish the class of truthful men. That is not possible. In spite of so much degradation, a class of men will remain truthful, a class of men will remain sinful. More or less. You cannot abolish this. So this is false attempt. And this caste system is also false. It is not based on the right description of caste system.

Puñöa Kåñëa: You're saying, rather, it's a classification according to the quality of a man's...

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is wanted. That must be there.

Puñöa Kåñëa: And what will be the benefit of classifying men according to their qualities?

Prabhupäda: Benefit will be THEN the whole thing will go in order.
That is already described many times, 

that there must be brain, 

there must be arms, 

there must be belly, 

there must be legs for the complete composition of the body.

If there is no brain, there is no head, 

then what is the use of these arms and legs and belly?

It is all dead.
So in the society, human society, if there is not a class of selected, truthful, honest, and so many brahminical qualifications, 

then Society is ruined.

Therefore they are perplexed. Everyone is a çüdra. Go to the factory. That's all. Go to the factory and bring money. And he is getting 25 dollars or 50 dollars daily and immediately purchasing wine and flat on Bowery Street. You'll produce such men, useless men, disturbing in the human society. You cannot make classless.

If you make classless, naturally they will be all çüdras, fourth-class men.

Then there will be Society chaos. [ ]

Puñöa Kåñëa: The next question, Çréla Prabhupäda, fifteen. "Hinduism has been defined as a way of life."
Prabhupäda: Yes. Actually, it is  THE WAY. That, I have already described it. It is not a sectarianism like Muslimism, Christianism or "Thisism..." Hinduism also now one of them. 

Actually, it is a WAY OF LIFE, varëäçrama-dharma, 

how to become elevated to the spiritual platform. 

So that BEGINS by the varëäçrama-dharma, 

to select persons according to his capacity to different varëas. 

Some of them selected, trained as brähmaëas. 

Some of them trained as kñatriya, some of them as vaiçya, some of them as, remain.. 

Those who cannot take any training, they are çüdras. 

So in the ways (indistinct) there must be social division not by birth, but by education. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. That we have lost. The so-called Hinduism they have lost. 

And because they did not follow real varëäçrama-dharma, 

therefore India, so many renegades, Muslim became... 

Once they become Muslim, there was no reformation. But according to Vedic principle, even one is fallen, he can be raised to the highest standard. Mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù. One may... Saàskäräd bhaved dvija. And Sanätana Gosvämé says that

yathä kaïcanataà yati
kaàsyaà rasa-vidhänataù
tathä dékñä-vidhänena
dvijatvaà jäyate nåëam
As by chemical process the bell metal can be turned into gold by adding with the mercury.... This is a chemical process. If you can add in the bell metal proportionately mercury, then it will turn into gold. Here is the process given in the çästra. If you are able to do it, you can do it, turn gold some of these bell metals. So the example is given that as the bell metal, base metal, can be turned into gold by chemical process, similarly, by dékñä-vidhänena, by proper initiation by the bona fide spiritual master, everyone can be turned into dvija, twice-born. Dvijatvaà jäyate nåëam. Nåëam means all men. It is not there is no discrimination, that only the Hindus, only the Indians, or only the so-called brähmaëas can be turned. Everyone can be turned. That is the injunction. 

So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is trying to do that, 

trying   everyone to become a bona fide brähmaëa. 

Without becoming a brahmana you cannot become  Vaisnava.
[Ed: Here is the real point. Ideally, the varnas should comprise “brahmanas” (even mahabhagavatas) trained and performing those respective duties as a service due to love for, or for developing their love for Krsna such as Maharaja Nanda did as a vaisya, Druva Maharaja, Janaka Maharaja, Yudhisthira, Pariksit and others did as ksatriyas etc]

So this reformatory process is recommended in the çästras. What is the question?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Hinduism has been defined as a way of life. In...

Prabhupäda: Yes, THIS  is  THE  way of life,

that by reformatory process recommended in the çästras
one should be elevated to the position of brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçyas, and çüdra.

Çudra means one who cannot take any reformation.

But one who can take up the reformation, 

he can be situated as a brähmaëa, as a kñatriya, as a vaiçya.
This is not by birth, but by education, by training.

That is recommended for the ALL human society. Not for the Hindus or... Otherwise, why Kåñëa says päpa-yoni? Päpa-yoni. Striyo vaiçyäs tathä çüdräs. They are also taken as päpa-yoni.
And what to speak of the çüdras and caëòälas? They must be päpa-yoni. 

Only the brähmaëa, kñatriya, they are taken as highly elevated. But nowadays, kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. In this age you cannot distinguish who is brähmaëa, who is kñatriya, who is a vaiçya, who is a çüdra. It is accepted that everyone is a çüdra because there is no reformation. 

So according to Päïcarätriki-vidhi everyone should be  given  the  chance 

of becoming a Vaiñëava, a dvija. And that is recommendation in the Hari-bhakti-viläsa, that by the proper initiation process everyone can be brought into the platform of dvija, twice-born, and then he becomes...

After initiation, his second birth is there. (janaman jayate sudra) Saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù.
Then he's allowed  to read scripture.
Veda-pathäd bhaved vipraù. He becomes vipra.
Then when he really comes to the knowledge of Brahman, 

his relationship with Brahman, and acts accordingly, 

then he is brähmaëa. (brahma-jänätéti brähmaëa)
And when he is perfectly situated in the eternal relationship with God, Viñëu, 

then he becomes a Vaiñëava. 

That is perfection of life. [ ]

Prabhupäda: One religion is there already, that how to love God. This is one religion. Will the Christian say, "No. We don't want to love God"? Will the Christians say? Will the Mohammedans say, "No, no. We don't want to love God"? So religion means how to love God, and any religion which teaches how to love God, that is perfect. It doesn't matter whether he's Christian or Muslim or Hindu. It doesn't matter. You have to be educated to take your degree. It doesn't matter from which college you take degree. Similarly, religion means you have to learn how to love God. If you have no love for God, it is all useless. That is not religion. Dharmaà tu säkñäd bhagavat-praëétam. Säkñäd, Bhagavän Kåñëa says, "You surrender unto Me." You cannot surrender until you love. You are surrendered to me, I am also an Indian. Because you have love for me, therefore there is surrender. If I say that "You die," you'll die. Why? Because you love me. So when there will be surrender? Unless one loves God. Unless that platform is not there, that "I love you, I can sacrifice everything for you." That is on the the basic principle of love. Therefore that religion is perfect which teaches the followers how to love God. This is religious principle. So let everyone come to this platform, how to love God. That is Kåñëa consciousness. We are teaching nothing, but training them how to love God, how they can sacrifice everything for God. So that is religion. Otherwise a bogus waste of time, simply following the ritualistic ceremonies. That is not religion. That is superfluous.  

dharmaù svanuñöhitaù puàsäà

viñvaksena-kathäsu yaù

notpädayed yadi ratià

çrama eva hi kevalam

You are very good, you are following your religious principle very strictly, adherently. That's all right. But what about your love of God? "Oh, that I do not know." So çästra says, çrama eva hi... It is simply waste of time, and simply laboring. That's all. If you have not learned to love God, then what is the meaning of your religion? Then, when you're actually on the platform of love of God, you understand your relationship with God, that 

"I am part and parcel of God. Not only I am part and parcel of God, this dog is also part and parcel of.... Every living entity." Then you'll extend love for animal also. 

If you actually love God, then your love for insect also is there because you understand that 

"This insect, it has got a different body only, but he is also part and parcel, or my brother." Samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. 

Then you cannot maintain slaughterhouse. 

If you maintain slaughterhouse 

(Ed: shops with our ongoing purchasing of their milk products and foodgrains grown with machines) 

and disobey the order of Christ 

(Ed: Srila Prabhupada, sastra and Krsna), 

thou shall not kill, 

(Ed: as a willing participant) 

and you proclaim yourself as Christian or Hindu or this.... That is not religion. Then çrama eva hi kevalam. Your going to the temple and church and everything 

is simply waste of time. Çrama eva hi kevalam. 

Because you do not understand God. 

You have no love for God. 

That is going on, all over the world.
Room Conversation                  June 29, 1976, New Vrindaban
Puñöa Kåñëa: What we've been doing with the dead cows is burying them, there's no..., everything's wasted. Çréla Prabhupäda is proposing that why not the butcher take, we give free, he simply returns us the skin of the cow, and with the cow hide we properly tan it, we can make mådaìga heads for the khol, and shoes, straps, whatever may be needed. The idea being that in the Western countries especially, people are accustomed to eating animals, animal flesh. So we have no objection.

Prabhupäda: Beef, especially beef.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Especially cows and beef. So we have no objection, but they should at least wait until it dies naturally. What is the harm? They still get the same thing, and one devotee, Kértanänanda, I think, was saying that when they slaughter an animal even in the slaughterhouse, it has to sit some time, some number of days before they distribute it. So I proposed that the Westerners, they consider that this is superstitious, this protection of the cow. Prabhupäda says Why superstitious? The cow is providing milk. Every child knows that he's getting milk from the cow, the cow is mother. So why in the old age we should slaughter mother? Is this a good argument that like, for example, they say, in India, how so many people are starving, why don't they eat the cows? So Prabhupäda proposed that "If you're starving, does it mean that you eat your mother and father?"

Prabhupäda: If you want to eat, let the father and mother die, then eat. (laughter) Who has objection?

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's so reasonable. At least, Prabhupäda says, for the saner section, they will accept.

Hari-çauri: The thing is, people are mad after meat.

Prabhupäda: Madman...

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they still get it.

Prabhupäda: But he'll get meat.

Hari-çauri: But then their argument is that if we don't have big, big slaughterhouses, then there won't be enough supply.

Prabhupäda: No why should...? After all, the animal is going to die. It is not for..., he's permanently. Why should you kill?

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they kill the animal first in the slaughterhouse and then do whatever they have to do.

Dhåñöadyumna: But we are killing when they are young, when their meat is fresh. When the body is old, the meat is...

Prabhupäda: That you have to change. Fresh or dead, you're eating flesh, that's all. You wait till the death.

Dhåñöadyumna: But the old flesh is not...

Prabhupäda: Anyway, you do not..., you do whatever you like. So at least you can take free of charges a dead cow from us, and you can give us only the skin, and you eat.

Dhåñöadyumna: This should be the system.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's so reasonable.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We don't want anything from you; you take it, the whole flesh. You take free. You simply give us the skin, we can utilize it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Even if people would do this, it would be such an advancement.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Because a class of men will demand to eat the flesh. You cannot stop it. So we are giving free: you eat. And from economic point of view, we require the skin for our mådaìga making. So give us the skin. That's all.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Prabhupäda says the butcher, even, he can sell the meat cheaply, make profit. He's getting it free of charge.

Hari-çauri: Maybe some time in the future this could happen when Kåñëa consciousness becomes very powerful influence in the country, but unless we could actually close the slaughterhouse...

Prabhupäda: No, but now by imploring, we are requesting him that "You can take this cow and sell in your shop, butcher shop, you give us the skin. And you can tell the customer that it is as good, it is cheaper. So whatever money you get, that is your profit. You haven't got to invest anything."

Dhåñöadyumna: Do you propose that we should do this now, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: (laughs) No, no, this is... Think over.

Hari-çauri: Yes, the proposition is very good, that's a fact.

Prabhupäda: First of all, you try one butcher, that "Why not make this advantage?" How does he react, see.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, that he will not pay anything...

Prabhupäda: He's not going to pay us. You simply take it and sell it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They sell meat..., for one pound of meat, they can get sometimes two dollars, three dollars, four dollars. So much money...

Dhåñöadyumna: But the government has inspectors, a team of inspectors. No meat can be sold unless it is inspected, and then they want to examine the conditions.

Prabhupäda: So let them inspect. What is the wrong there? It should be open. If the inspection, there is nothing wrong, then they can do this business.

Hari-çauri: Generally, though, their inspection is when the animal is alive, they check to see that he has no disease. Then they can be killed. But if an animal dies naturally, then generally it is to be supposed that it dies from some malfunction within the body, that there may be some diseases or whatever. So then...

Prabhupäda: That is artificial.

Hari-çauri: But that is their rules and regulations they have.

Prabhupäda: They'll change. When they, by chemical analysis, they don't find any fault, then they can change. From economic point of view, why this body should be wasted? Let it be utilized. Those that are eating, let them eat. And economic point of view, we save the skin. We require it for our purpose. That is the agreement. After all, we require the skin for our khol making.

Dhåñöadyumna: For the farm straps?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Shoes, slippers, so many things. I think Kértanänanda Swami has done that with some of the cows. They have taken the hide for making things, straps.

Hari-çauri: They're not doing it now, though.

Prabhupäda: But we should not do it ourselves.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, that's for the mucis.
Prabhupäda: That is not our business.

Dhåñöadyumna: Give it to the butcher. He will get the skin and give it to us.

Prabhupäda: Not that everything we have to do. No. That will deteriorate. Those who are doing, let it be done by them.

Hari-çauri: It seems like it will be a long time before we can implement something like that.

Prabhupäda: I am proposing, think over it.

Because it is a fact that in spite our vigorous propaganda,

we cannot stop meat-eating.

That is not possible. People will eat.

So those who are eating, let us make some arrangement that

"You take it free of charges."

From economic point of view, they get it free.

They can make good profit.

And we are interested with the skin.

So why not make some arrangement? It is practical.

Hari-çauri: That's very good.

Prabhupäda: Instead of the thing being wasted for nothing, let us devise some means, that you are eating, you can eat. And we want the skin, let us give him. What is the wrong there?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Perfect economics.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We require the skin, that's a fact. And you want to eat, all right, eat.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Could such a thing be done today in India also?

Prabhupäda: No, why it will be done? Everywhere it should be. That is the... Who does not eat meat? First of all, you try this. 

From economic point of view, why one thing should be wasted?

Dhåñöadyumna: Practical preaching.
Hari-çauri: We can't stop meat-eating, but we can stop the unnecessary slaughter of animals.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That would be a great step forward.

Prabhupäda: So our business is to stop slaughter.
Meat-eating we cannot stop.
Certain persons, they must eat. They are fourth-class, and then fifth-class men.

There are four classifications--brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra and caëòäla.

Caëòälas, they will remain, and they are eating. Let them eat meat. That is the system in India still. It is not that in India nobody's eating meat. The cobbler class, they eat; the caëòäla class, they eat.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Even cows, cow flesh.
Prabhupäda: DEAD.
This cow-killing has been introduced  by these  Britishers. 

(Ed: AND buying or selling milk products on the basis of cow slaughter as well as artificial food production while the bull go to slaughter i.e. LESS than candala)
Dhåñöadyumna: Christian.

Prabhupäda: Christians.

Hari-çauri: Even they're exporting beef from India.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They can do anything, take the DEAD cows. I do not know if there is any chemical composition change. They are eating so many dead animals. Take for fish. The fish is never killed alive, because as soon as you take it out from water, it is dead, after few minutes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: And they don't consider whether it's a young fish or an old fish.

Dhåñöadyumna: If that was the system, people will not get sick. They will not get sick from eating old animals.

Prabhupäda: No, no. This is all wrong conception.

Dhåñöadyumna: They will say..., simply think the taste there is too tough, the skin may be older.

Prabhupäda: They are eating so many rotten things.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes. And they are burning it, cooking it.

Prabhupäda: Lobster, it is simply pus. They eat. I've seen it. From whiteness it has become yellow. Puslike. They eat it, what is called that soup? Lobster soup?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Clam chowder? So many things.

Prabhupäda: But they like very much that lobster soup. In the plane, one Englishman was doing "What is this? I asked after lobster soup."

Puñöa Kåñëa: In England? Oysters?

Prabhupäda: No, lobsters.

Puñöa Kåñëa: With the big pinchers.

Hari-çauri: They get the lobsters sometimes alive, and they throw them in boiling water, and they can hear them screaming. But now they're speculating whether it's actually the lobsters screaming because it's being boiled alive or whether it's just air that's coming out from its body and making a squeaking noise.

Prabhupäda: No, that is, apart from that, they import lobster from India, Cochin. They are exporting lobster alive. I have seen. The same ship, they load it with lobster fat, and black creepers, and cashews, they exported. The big, big business firms are exporting. So these lobster, although they are kept in ice and so on, so on, they become decomposed. I've seen in the port, that Commonwealth Pier. There is store of lobster, and the lobster has become yellow and almost melted by decomposing. They are selling that.

Hari-çauri: When it starts to fall apart, that's when they consider it's the best.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Hari-çauri: When it starts to fall apart, that's when they think it's the best. I think I mentioned before, in England, the gentry, the British gentry, when they used to go hunting, shooting pheasants and partridges, afterwards they would get the dead birds and hang them in a shed outside, and then after some days, when all the skin and feathers were literally falling off, that's when they would eat it. That's when it was considered rich.

Prabhupäda: There are so many kadarya things. In Burma, they have got a system, Burmese family. In the door, there is a pot, a big pot. So whatever animal dies, put it in there and cover it. So in this way, after some years, they're decomposed, and it becomes liquid, and then it is so decomposed that if you open it, within three miles they smell. So that is mature. Then they take out the liquid and keep it in bottles. That is called naphi. And they stock it, and when there is some feast at home they'll give little that naphi, and they'll relish it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Barbers?

Prabhupäda: Burma.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That's the most...

Prabhupäda: And when you fry luci, all the other tenants will come "What you are cooking?" This is practical because we opened..., my Guru Mahäräja opened a branch in Burma in an apartment. So that Gauräìga who was my servant in family life, he was there. He said like this, that "When I fry puri, the ghee smell is there, so many people will come from other apartments, (whispers) "Oh, what you are cooking? What you are cooking?" And the naphi, they relish it in feast. So it is a question of taste.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That's the ultimate.

Dhåñöadyumna: I remember as a child in Hong Kong, in the village they would keep big glass jars of snakes, they would put the snakes in jars. And after they were many times soaking in liquid, then they would eat it.

Hari-çauri: Pickled snakes.

Prabhupäda: Snakes.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, keep it in a jar in liquid.

Prabhupäda: They put in the jar alive?

Dhåñöadyumna: No, they catch it, kill it, put it in the jar.

Hari-çauri: It's like a pickle, they pickle it. And when they want to eat it, they take.

Prabhupäda: So there is poison in the mouth, they cut it?

Dhåñöadyumna: They cut off the head, flesh.

Prabhupäda: Snake they eat. Even in India there is a class, they eat snake. Chinese, they eat. They are Chinese?

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes.

Prabhupäda: They eat anything.

Puñöa Kåñëa: So many abominable things.

Hari-çauri: Someone was telling me in Mexico they have a sandwich called tortilla. It has live cockroaches. And as they're eating, the cockroaches are running to get out of the sandwich, and they are pushing them back in and eating it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: In Africa also they eat live bugs. Cockroaches, dead or alive, anything. Once when we were in Zambia, there was this one African who was cleaning around the house, his name was David. He was about twenty years old. So we swept up his room because it was so filthy--I was there at the time. And there were all these cockroaches in a pile, and we were about to throw them out and he said, "What, you're throwing them out? You mean you're not going to eat them?" (laughter)

Dhåñöadyumna: There was one big, big professor we met in the college...

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's hard to understand that prasädam is (indistinct). (laughter)

Dhåñöadyumna: Not only the Africans, but this big, big professor, she is advocating that people should eat the bugs because they are good protein. She is experimenting different bugs to eat--the worm, the cockroach, the beetle--and she's making a big study, being paid money, how to feed people by eating insects.

Hari-çauri: They're already doing that. In France, you can buy cans of chocolate-coated ants, grasshoppers, frog's legs, bumblebees, fried bumblebees you can get. The French eat the most abominable foodstuff.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The English think that way, anyway.

Hari-çauri: They all do.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The English think the French eat abominable foods.

Dhåñöadyumna: This is the modes of nature, Çréla Prabhupäda, acting.

Prabhupada: Kadarya bhaksana.

Hari-çauri: It’s difficult to imagine what kind of a fate we would have had if you hadn’t come and started this movement.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Everything is so scientific.We’ve seen practically that as people take up this chanting, that gradually they lose their taste for every other kind of eating. It’s a fact I should inform Kértanänanda Swami about some of these ideas?

Prabhupäda: Yes, if you can arrange with the butcher.

Hari-çauri: One thing, the other day they were saying that sometimes when they have this skim milk, and there's some excess after they've fed it to the cows, they throw it away, they use it for fertilizer. Should they do that? Is that all right to use that?

Prabhupäda: Oh, no. We can use it.

Hari-çauri: The skim milk, after they've...

Prabhupäda: What is that? Explain.

(Ed: When making butter and then ghee from cream separated from whole milk, skim milk is produced which is not useful and therefore generally wasted. Also, ghee prepared from ripened cream (i.e kept for some time so that it churns more easily) also DETERIORATES AND GOES RANCID AFTER A SHORT TIME. The recommended process is to churn the stockpiled excess yoghourt (or the cream skimmed from it) made from the balance fresh (“when there is no more demand”) whole milk “warmed” on a fire during the day and then left overnight. The byproduct is buttermilk (apparently referred to here as whey).
Hari-çauri: They have some skim milk. So when they've finished giving it to the devotees and they’ve finished giving it to the cows, then if there’s any extra, they throw it away.

Prabhupäda: How give it to the cows?

Hari-çauri: They feed it to the cows.

Prabhupäda: They eat?

Hari-çauri: They drink it. They put it in their feed, whatever. But then, if there’s any extra, they throw it away, they put on the..., mix it with fertilizer or whatever for the land.

Prabhupäda: It should not be given to the cows. It should be kept, and when it is broken, you get the chänä. 

(His Divine Grace may be referring to whole milk here, since there is no mention anywhere of skim milk in his descriptions of milk processing)
Hari-çauri: It should be made into curd and yogurt, things like that.

Prabhupäda: Yes, not yogurt, chänä, what you call, curd?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Cheese, like cheese.

Prabhupäda: Cheese, yes? But it should not be thrown. From cheese you can make so many preparations.

Hari-çauri: I'll mention it to Kulädri then.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: You mentioned also about the whey that you get.

Prabhupäda: Everything should be utilized.

Instead of drinking water, you can drink whey.

(Ed: Either way, the whey “should be utilized”!)

It is very good for digesting.

Whey, put little salt and black pepper, it is good digestant. 

You can avoid water, drink whey.

You can use it for cäpäöi.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Making dough?

Prabhupäda: Cäpäöi, just like you dip the cäpäöi, däl, you can dip whey.

You can save däl preparing expenditure.

Nothing of milk product can be wasted.

You should learn it.

Hari-çauri: Yes. That's what I thought, that's why I was asking.

Prabhupäda: Up to the last drop, it can be utilized.

Hari-çauri: Everything.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Skim milk should not be given to the calves? The calves should get?

Prabhupäda: They don't require it. They don't require it. The cow is especially meant for the human beings. They can utilize in so many ways, and they should give protection, such an important animal.

This is human being. (end)

Prabhupäda: No fighting spirit. Öhäkura dekhiya (indistinct). Just make a Deity, show. Our (name withheld) Mahäräja is doing that. His whole idea was, that "I have now captured the birthplace of Caitanya Mahäprabhu by high-court favor. Now I have got everything. People will come and they'll pay something, and that will be my income for my family." As the caste gosvämés do in Navadvépa and other... A means of livelihood. He has no devotion. He wanted as a means of income. Like the Våndävana gosvämés, Navadvépa gosvämés do. Little devotion, automatically, there is. They are, after all, worshiping the Deity. But their purpose is different. Just like we have established Rädhä-Våndävanacandra not that people will come and pay something. Who will come here, in this foreign country or in this secluded place?

Therefore the human body should be engaged not simply for sense gratification. Kämasya nendriya-prétir [SB 1.2.10]. Find out this verse. Jévasya tattva-jijïäsä. This is the business, tattva-jijïäsä. Tattva-jijïäsä means to inquire about the Absolute Truth. That is the only business.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Kämasya nendriya-prétir labho jéveta yävatä [SB 1.2.10].

Prabhupäda: Labho jéveta yävatä.

You can satisfy senses as far as it is required to live. That's all.

Jévasya tattva-jijïäsä. The only business is to inquire about the Absolute Truth. Athäto brahma jijïäsä. That is the only business.

Mr. Loomis: For this machine?

Prabhupäda: All other business subordinate. That is only, because you have got this body, material body, it requires little rest, little sense gratification, little eating, little sleeping. We don't say stop it completely. That is not possible. Yuktähära-vihärasya,

as far as it is required.

As little as possible.
That is spiritual advancement.

If we make our progressive life engaged in understanding Kåñëa instead of devoting in these unnecessary things, that is real life. That is real human life.
The Vedic  civilization IS that.
We find Vyäsadeva writing so exalted books, but life was very simple. People are, now in the modern civilization, people are accustomed only to the comforts of the body. Not for spiritual advance. That is the defect of modern civilization. [break]

 that  Kåñëa consciousness is simple and inexpensive life.

Devotees: Yes, jaya, mercy.

Prabhupäda: Food, diet, living condition, healthy, hygienic, 

EVERYTHING.

They  cannot  manage, they are not devotees. 

It should be in the hands of the devotees. 

So (indistinct), the paid man, they want some money, that's all. 

(Ed: i.e. those who “serve” for money are not devotees)

How they can manage temple? 

It is impossible.

…If they want, really management. 

We are managing, so many centers, on account of devotees. 

It is not possible to manage all these things by paid men. 

It is not possible.
Devotee (2): No.

Prabhupäda: They'll never... They'll not... 

This movement can be pushed on vigorously so long we are devotees, 

Otherwise  it  will  be  FINISHED.

It cannot be conducted by any outsiders. 

No. 

Only the devotees. 

That is the secret.

Devotee (2): You cannot pay a devotee.                             

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Devotee (2): You cannot buy a devotee.
Prabhupäda: That is not possible.
Devotee (2): You can buy someone to sweep the floor, but you cannot buy a preacher.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not possible. 

So so long we remain devotees, our movement will go, 

without any check.

Devotee (2): Devotees should take over the world.

Prabhupäda: Yeah, that is... That is good for the world. 

If devotees take up the whole world for management, then everyone will be happy. 

It is no doubt it. Kåñëa wants that. 

He wanted the Päëòavas should be in charge of the government. Therefore He took part in the fighting. "Yes, you should be the... All the Kauravas should be killed, and Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira installed." That is the dharma-saàsthäpanärthäya. Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm. 

He wants everything goes very smoothly and people become God conscious. 

So their life be successful. 

That is Kåñëa's plan. 

That, "These rascal misleading and therefore... 

the (indistinct) the human life has been spoiled."

Guest (2): No, my... I can retire or not retire. I can work until eight more years as a servant of the government. And at the same time...

Prabhupäda: Don't retire sentimentally. Yes, don't retire.

Guest (2): But through Kåñëa's love I can retire...

Prabhupäda: That is another thing, but not sentimentally.

Evening Darsana                    Washington, D. C., July 8, 1976
Prabhupäda: No, you, we are speaking go-rakñya. That is not point of view of killing. There are other animals. We do not say that you stop. If you want to eat some meat, at least don't kill cow. You can kill other insignificant animals which has no importance. Cow has got special importance because it supplies milk,

and milk is very essential food that is...

From the childhood, a child lives on milk, and

there are many saintly persons, they also live by drinking milk.

Milk is very important item in the human society, and it supplies all vitamins. Even if you say that "Meat-eating is essential for me," you can eat other animals, but don't kill cows. That is our proposal. Give protection to the cows. Kåñëa mentioned specifically, go-rakñya. 
He does not say that you don't kill, but you give protection to the cows. 

And if you want to eat meat, you can kill other animals. On the whole, paçu-hiàsä, any animal killing, is not good for spiritual life. And so far vegetable is concerned, everyone has to eat something. So if you can eat vegetables, that does not mean 

because somebody is killing vegetables, 

he should kill his own father and mother on that plea. 

So cow is mother because we are drinking her milk. 

So YOU CANNOT PUT ANY ARGUMENT 
in favor of killing mother. 
If you... Anyone who supplies milk from the body, she is mother. According to Vedic civilization, cow is one of the seven mothers. There are seven mothers: the real mother, ätma-mätä guroù patné, the wife of spiritual master; then queen, räja-patnikä. Ätma-mätä guroù patné brähmaëé, the wife of a brähmaëa. In this way, especially, seven mothers, dhenu, dhenu means cow, and dhätré, nurse, she is also mother. 

So from that point of view, cow is mother, and 

you cannot kill on any ground the mother. (Ed: by purchasing it from “the slaughterhouse dairy” on the plea of using her milk to offer Krsna for “her benefit”)
That is not good reasoning. You are taking the last drop of milk. 
In South Africa you said?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. They have one slaughterhouse and just beside, I have seen, 

just beside there is dairy. 

So at night they bring the cows in to the dairy, milk them to the last drop, and 

THEN to the slaughterhouse and all night screaming. 

I heard because the Indian neighborhood was about five hundred yards from the slaughterhouse. 

Then in the morning you'd drive by and the carcasses are hanging up.

Prabhupäda: So YOU (Ed: WE, when buying milk) 

are drawing the last drop of milk from the cow and 

sending her to the slaughterhouse.

Is that very good  civilization?
Dr. Sharma: Swamiji, the beef industry here is based more on... The argument of mother would be a little weak.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Dr. Sharma: The beef industry here is more based on steers, which are not, which are basically bulls given high estrogens and bred in that way.

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, we are layman, and we follow Kåñëa's instruction that cow, milk is very important, we drink the cow's milk, therefore she is mother. So at least she should be saved from being killed. This is common sense. Apart from other big, big reasoning, we take it, Kåñëa says go-rakñya, so we take it. (see above)
Besides that, so far vegetables are concerned, Kåñëa says that patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati: "If anyone offers Me even patraà," patram puñpaà phalaà toyam,"I eat them." So we take Kåñëa's prasädam. So Kåñëa says "You give Me these vegetables, plants." So we offer Him, and then we take. Besides that, everybody has to eat something. So generally, food grains, vegetables, they are recommended for eating purpose. And those who want to eat meat or fish, they can do so, but at least they can avoid the important life of cow. That is recommended. So far we are concerned, we are eating Kåñëa prasädam, foodstuff offered to Kåñëa, and this, there is no such thing as meat or fish, or egg, but we are living. Not that because we do not eat meat or fish, we are dying. We can eat very easily. Anna. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Actually, if we take food grains like wheat, rice, pulses, vegetables, fruits, milk, that is quite sufficient, nutritious foodstuff, full with vitamins and, what is called, protein, carbohydrate. That is sufficient.

Why should we kill? At least, cow? That is our request, because Kåñëa says go-rakñya.
And  in His practical life He played as a cowherd boy giving protection to other cows.

There is a picture, Kåñëa is sitting, and the cow and the calf is feeling very safety.

Kåñëa is  embracing.

So because we want to be Kåñëa conscious,

we want to follow
His personal behavior and instruction.

Guest (1): Prabhupäda? For every animal except the cow, you said, like a..., does a person have to pay off a one-to-one ratio for the animal killed? He just has to come back one time for, like, killing a goat? Is it just one time then, instead of many times?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Puñöa Kåñëa: His question is that is there some formula, that if you kill one animal or one thing then you get killed in the exact same ratio? You kill one thing, you get killed once. So in other words, if you are responsible for killing hundreds and hundreds of animals throughout your lifetime, 

does one have to take birth hundreds and hundreds of times and be killed?

Prabhupäda: Yes. For killing,  you  cannot kill even vegetable. [ ]

Mr. Boyd: How do we handle these people who don't seem to want to carry their own weight, though, Prabhupäda?

The ones who don't want to work and help produce this food?
Prabhupäda: They should be trained UP.
There fore  Vedic civilization is training.

Some section of the people, they should be very intellectuals, brain, just like to maintain this body 

we require first of all the brain. 

If the brain is not order, 

then other parts, they may be there, 

but they are  also  useless. 

So similarly, in the society, some intellectuals should be maintained.

They are called brähmaëas, 

and some of the brähmaëas, they are sannyäsés.
They are simply meant for giving good instruction. 

They should personally become very good and intellectual, 

and they should give instruction to other people 

what is the value of life,  HOW  to live. 

This is one section. 

They should be free from the anxiety of maintaining themselves.
The society should treat them as children and give them all necessities, bare necessities,

not they are meant for living very luxuriously.

No. Simple living.

Then the next class, kñatriyas, the politicians, administrators, they are also required to give protection to the people from injury. Kñatriya, kñat means injury, and träyate, "one who saves people from injury." It is kñatriya's duty.

So kñatriya should protect all the living entities, including the animals. They are also subjects. So the first, intellectual brähmaëas, then kñatriya.
Then vaiçyas, their business is to produce food.
Food production you can do by agriculture, kåñi, and by giving protection to the cows.
If you get sufficient food grains, like rice, wheat, pulses, and sufficient milk--from milk you get yogurt, butter, ghee--then your all food problem is solved.

You must eat. (Ed: NOT from the slaughterhouse shop, but from the above)

You must eat, you must live properly.
So this first, second, third, the intellectual class, the administrative class, and the productive class, these three classes must be there in the Society.

And those who cannot be grouped either of these three classes, they should generally help as workers.

They are called çüdras. So the workers means...

Suppose you require a sitting place: the carpenter is there.

Suppose you require a knife: so the blacksmith is there.

You require clothing: the weaver is there.

In this way, four classes of men. First class, second class, third class, or the

intellectuals, the administrators, the producers and the general workers.
This is Vedic system of division. Brähmaëa... 
This is for our living condition, and then human life especially meant for spiritual realization, self-realization. For that purpose, again, another four divisions. Generally, the brahmacäré, student life; gåhastha, married life; vänaprastha, retired life; and sannyäsa, renounced life. So at the end of life one should be renounced from all other responsibilities and completely devote his life for Kåñëa consciousness, or God consciousness. In this way, when a person dies in God consciousness, his life is perfect. This is Vedic civilization. Eight divisions, varëa and äçrama. And if you simply produce çüdras, working class, then you cannot have any happiness. That is not possible. And nowadays democratic, if you send some çüdras to act as kñatriyas, they cannot do it. You have got practical experience. In Vietnam, what happened?

Puñöa Kåñëa: The American soldiers, they were simply taking intoxication, hunting after prostitutes and running from the enemy.

Prabhupäda: And when they were attacked, they were running away. Because they are çüdras. How they can fight? They are not trained up as kñatriyas. Huh? Anyone who is unemployed, let him become a soldier, but he cannot fight. That is not possible. Neither this class of men can have good brain to give direction to the society. The democracy means anyone can go to the government, and because he's not kñatriya, his only business is how to get money so long he's on the post. Just like you did not like your President, Mr. Nixon. So that is the risk. 
If you keep the society in chaotic condition, any department, 
intellectual, administration, production, 
they'll be all topsy turvey, and there cannot be any peace in the world.
So this Vedic scheme, varëäçrama, is a very important scheme.

If possible it should be introduced and taken up  very seriously.

That is one of the items of Kåñëa consciousness movement, 

to reestablish the institution of varëa and äçrama.
Not by birth, but by qualification. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Guëa-karma, by quality. 
In India, the varëäçrama is there, but it is not organized because the government does not take care. The government is imitating Western way of life, "There is no need of brähmaëa, there is no need of kñatriya, simply çüdras." Everywhere this is the position, the çüdra population, kalau çüdra sambhavaù. In this age everyone is a çüdra. So it doesn't matter, everyone is born çüdra, but he should be trained up. Just like in our practical life we see that everyone is not born a scientist or engineer or lawyer. 
Everyone is born innocent, child, then he's trained up by the guardians.

Similarly, there should be a training

how to become brähmaëa,
how to become kñatriya,
how to become vaiçya. 

And the government should see that everyone, as he is trained up, he is working according to his quality and occupational duty.

Then there will be complete peace and harmony.

That human society is perfect.
Vipina: His question is that now the government is corrupt, so what can be immediately done?

Prabhupäda: How there can be, because the democracy? You are corrupt, therefore your government is corrupt. You correct yourself, the government will be automatically corrected. If you are rascals, the government will be rascals. The government means elected. So if you are not rascal, you'll not elect another rascal to take charge of the government affairs. But because you are rascal, you'll send another rascal. So how can you expect good government? You do not know whom to select. And besides that, the whole population is rascal, çüdra. So anyone you elect, if he's by qualification he's a çüdra, worker, he's not intelligent person, he's not brähmaëa, he's not kñatriya.
Actually, the legislative assembly, or in your country, Senate?

They should be all brähmaëas. They give advice.

Formerly this was the system. Although it was monarchy, even Lord Rämacandra or similar kings,

they were not ruling independently—

they were taking advice from learned brähmaëas, sages.

So the legislative assembly should be composition of intellectual brähmaëas.
Then the other administrators, the President or the minister, they should be kñatriyas. In this way, if social organization is made, then there will be perfect peace. If çüdras are allowed to rule over, what they know?

Their only aim is that so long he is in the office, "Let me collect some money," that's all.

And that will be the latest atmosphere, 

dasyu-dharmabhiù. Räjanyair dasyu-dharmabhiù. All the government men will become thieves and rogues. Dasyu, dasyu means thieves and rogues. So as the thieves and rogues capture you on the street and ask "Whatever you have got, give, otherwise I shall kill you," so this will be the position in the Kali-yuga. It is happening now.

You cannot have any private property;

everything you have to declare.

Otherwise, it will be taken by force.

So people will be very much embarrassed by two things: one thing is taxation, and another thing will be scarcity of food. 

In this way, all the people all over the world will be embarrassed, 

so much so that they will leave their home, hearth and home, äcchinna-dära-draviëä yäsyanti giri-känanam. 

Being separated from family and property, 

they will take shelter in the hilly ranges or in the forest to get relief. 

This will be the position.
Harassment, so much harassment, by nature, by government.

So therefore for complete happy society,

this Kåñëa consciousness movement is essential.
All intelligent persons, they should join this movement and reform the present social, political, religious.

All field of activities, they should reform.

Then people will be happy.

Not only happy in this life, but also next life.

People at the present moment, they are living at the mercy of others. That is dog's business. Therefore (in) the çästra it is said kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. In the Kali-yuga everyone is a çüdra.

There is no brähmaëa, no kñatriya, no vaiçya.

That is generally accepted.

Interview with Newsweek(2)        July 14, 1976, New York
Interviewer: I was wondering if he had a successor to do... Do you have a successor to take your place when you die?

Prabhupäda: Not yet settled up. Not yet settled up.

Interviewer: So what process would the Hare Kåñëas...?

Prabhupäda: We have got secretaries. They are managing.

Rämeçvara: He has appointed from all the disciples a group of secretaries. Each one is in charge of a different sector of the world.

Interviewer: How many secretaries?

Rämeçvara: Presently there is (sic) eighteen.

Interviewer: And so that group of eighteen secretaries will choose another leader?

Prabhupäda: I am training each one of them as leader so that they can spread extensively. That is my idea. 

Interviewer: So, in other words, you started this whole movement here in the United States ten years ago. Would you say that the United States had the most active, financially, group of followers.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Rämeçvara: She wants to know, seeing you chose the United States to begin this Kåñëa consciousness movement ten years ago, now do you find that in the United States there is the most active membership financially speaking. In terms of contributing to this movement, supporting the movement, is the best field America?

Prabhupäda: No, without finance we can go on.

Rämeçvara: Without finance we can go on.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Interviewer: Oh, we can go on?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Interviewer: How?

Prabhupäda: Caitanya Mahäprabhu did not have any financial help, but His movement is going on. It does not depend on a..., on financial. It is independent. Spiritual movement is independent of any material help. That is spiritual movement.
Interviewer: But how would you be able to carry out your educational or book publishing program if you did not have a financial backing?

Prabhupäda: How I am managing now?

Interviewer: But now you are doing well financially.

Prabhupäda: You are stressing on financial help but my reply is that this movement does not depend on financial help. That is the reply.

Bali-mardana: In the beginning...

Prabhupäda: Any time, it does not depend on financial help. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. In Caitanya-bhägavata there is a word, vaiñëavera kriyä-mudrä vijïe nä bujhäya: "The activities of a Vaiñëava, even the most intelligent person of this world cannot understand." Vaiñëavera kriyä-mudrä vijïe nä bujhäya. [ ]
Interviewer: What... In your system, what do you propose to do with criminals?

Tamäla Kåñëa: What do you propose to do with criminals in your educational system? How will you reform them?

Prabhupäda: Criminals should be punished.

Interviewer: Punished?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Interviewer: How so?

Tamäla Kåñëa: How seriously should they be punished?

Prabhupäda: That you have to consult çästra. There is direction. It is... Practically it is the same. Just like Manu-saàhitä, it says that if one is a murderer then he should be killed. Life for life. He should be hanged. That is the old system. The king used to kill a murderer. So that is almost the same punishment. [ ]
Interviewer: Don't you find the whole Kåñëa movement more successful in an age and era when there is such laxity of moral standards and spiritual leadership and direction?

Prabhupäda: No, at any stage of life, if one accepts the principles of Kåñëa consciousness, he can make advance.

Rämeçvara: She asked, "Is it more favorable for spreading Kåñëa consciousness if there is some material problems, social problems? If there is a lack of God consciousness, then people become frustrated. Is that a more favorable situation for Kåñëa consciousness to take root?"

Prabhupäda: Yes, if we arrange social, political and everything favorable for spiritual understanding, then it becomes easier.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Prabhupäda is saying the opposite than what you hypothesized. In other words, if everything is arranged socially, politically, everything, in a God conscious, Kåñëa conscious manner, then it is easier to accept the principles of God consciousness, Kåñëa consciousness.

Prabhupäda: Just like... These are all discussed in the Bhagavad-gétä, what kind of social arrangement should be. That... It is called varëäçrama-dharma. A brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha—these are different groups, and if they are favorably trained up then spiritual understanding becomes very easy.

Interviewer: A question: you are now the leader and the spiritual master. Who will take your place?
Prabhupäda: That Kåñëa will dictate who will take my place.

Prabhupäda: Most of our preparations are made from milk products. 

Therefore we are so much fond of cow protection. 

(Ed: not milk products from cow SLAUGHTER)

It gives the basic principle of palatable foodstuff. But these people, they do not know. They simply cut the throat of the cow and boil it and with salt. (laughter) 

They (Ed: WE) do not know HOW to keep the cow and take milk from it and prepare hundreds and thousands of nice preparations. 

That is a lack of civilization. 

Just like all the, what is called, aborigines, they find an animal, kill it and eat. 
They do not how to utilize the animals. Most aboriginal. 

We keep (Ed: ie PROTECT) cows, we take milk, and from milk we make yogurt, we make ghee, and from ghee we prepare so many things.
Mike Robinson: What do you do with a cow when it dies? Do you just bury it?

Prabhupäda: Yes. If the cow-eaters can come and take it free of charge. (laughter)(Ed: devotees?) 

Mike Robinson: Well, let me know, you know.
Prabhupäda: You can get the skin free of charges. In India still, there is a class, they, when the cow dies, they are called, they are called chamar. So he comes, take away the animal, dead animal, and they eat the flesh and take the skin, make shoes. They get all, everything free. There is no question of going to the butcher's place to purchase. 

So this much patience they have got, 

(Ed: that we ONLY consume milk products from our own cows and protect them?)

that "We want to eat this cow. All right, let us wait till her death." 

No, immediately. (Ed: purchase milk from the slaughterhouse dairy)

Just see, what a civilization. And cow is giving milk, she is mother. 

Killing the mother. (Ed: father and children when we buy milk products)
Do you think it is civilization? 

Mother who has given you milk in your childhood, 

and maintained your life, 

and because she is old, cutting throat. 

Is that good civilization?
Mike Robinson: Seems silly, doesn't it. Umm, I think are you keeping cows here?

Jayatértha: Yes. We have about twelve cows here.

Prabhupäda: We have got many farms all over the world. They are living very happy. Have you got some pictures?

Jayatértha: Of the cows?

Prabhupäda: No, of our farms, farmland.

Jayatértha: Without fighting, you've got so many temples.

Prabhupäda: No, I never stressed on temple. 

I was engaged in publishing the Back to Godhead. Whatever I could do, I did it because I took it very seriously that he is very sorry that these things were not done. He said that "There will be fire in this Gaudiya Math." Ägun jvälbe, he said. Amari taci loka kichui boi kakrayebo (?): 

"If I can, I shall sell these marbles of this temple and convert them into books." 

That was his ambition. He started a very nice press and this (name with-held) sold it.

Jayatértha: Sold it?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: The press.

Prabhupäda: He's not representing Guru.... "Better let's have money for fight in the court."

Jayatértha: Sometimes I'm sorry that my name also has this word in it.

Prabhupäda: You are Jaya-tirtha. You are victorious. Now whatever is being done, it is by his blessing. Let us work sincerely. Things will be all.... Otherwise it is humanly impossible. It is by his grace.

Jayatértha: George was also commenting on that, how one man could have written so many books.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayatértha: He could not even read them all, what to speak of writing them all.

Prabhupäda:

Bhagavän: Most of the people who..., they are becoming attracted to this communist philosophy. They have no idea how to practically apply it. All they are saying is "It is an opportunity to take from the rich and give me to enjoy." But they are not seeing any scope of community cooperation. This is all impractical. They are saying, "I will get money from my boss. I will take his wealth and distribute." They are simply materialists.

Prabhupäda: "That also distribute for me. More share for me." (laughs) Now there is drought; there is no rain. What the capitalists or communists can do in this connection? If they are able to present any program how to counteract? Then where is your progress? When there is some calamity, you both of you simply (indistinct). That's all. You cannot do anything. Then where is your progress?

Hari-çauri: The reason why the Russians were buying wheat from America...

Prabhupäda: Yes?

Hari-çauri: ...was because they had no rain. All their crops failed.

Jayatértha: Not only that, people aren't inclined to work very hard. The farmers are not very enthusiastic to work very hard, because they work very hard, but they have to give all the fruit away. So because they are karmés, they want the fruit. The state is taking the fruit; therefore they don't want to work.

Prabhupäda: Why they shall work?

Jayatértha: They have no incentive.

Prabhupäda: "I'll work and you'll enjoy." 

Why shall they work? That is natural tendency. 

This can be possible only for Kåñëa.

"I'll work; Kåñëa will enjoy." That's all. 

That is only possible in Kåñëa consciousness.

Jayatértha: That's a fact. Therefore it's the only practical communism.

Prabhupäda: "I shall fight, give my all best, and Kåñëa will be satisfied." So that.... Arjuna for his personal, he did not..., decline, but when he saw that "Kåñëa wants it? All right." 

That is kåñëa-prema. 

"Never mind I shall be aggrieved by killing my kinsmen, but Kåñëa will be satisfied. That's all right." This is Kåñëa philosophy. We cannot find this philosophy in the material world that "I shall work, and so many will be satisfied." That is not possible. "If I work, I must be satisfied." So these communists, they will work according to.... Everyone will show that "I have no capacity." So the production will reduce. And they'll have to beg.

Jayatértha: They've had to introduce capitalistic type incentives in many of the communist countries in order to induce the people to work.

Prabhupäda: Not capitalistic. (Ed: wages, cronyism etc)

This is Kåñëa conscious.

They'll  have   to  learn  how to love Kåñëa, and
for Kåñëa, they are prepared to do anything. 

That is  philosophy.

Bhagavän: Sa vai puàsäm paro dharmo. First Canto. "The first-class occupation is that which brings love of God. When uninterested, unmotivated, it brings satisfaction."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Who will understand this philosophy?

"The supreme occupation, dharma, for all humanity is that by which men can attain to loving devotional service unto the transcendent Lord. Such devotional service must be 

unmotivated and uninterrupted in order to completely satisfy the self."

Prabhupäda: So the communist teaching that "You love Lenin," and the capitalist teaching that "You love Washington," so nobody's satisfied. Unless the love comes to Kåñëa, there is no question of satisfied.

Jayatértha: There's no reciprocation.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, there must be defect because the love is reposed in some defective or imperfect personality. It may be Lenin or it may be Washington. It doesn't matter. He's imperfect. Love is there. Otherwise why so many people are working? But because it is misplaced, they are not satisfied. Therefore it is stated, yato bhaktir adhokñaje. Adhokñaje, this word, is used. God.... They may say that "Where is God?" And therefore the word is adhokñaje: "beyond your sense perception." Everything is within sense perception. So therefore this very word is used, that "You cannot see, you cannot perceive, but still, you have to love Him." Adhokñaje. They say, therefore, that this Kåñëa consciousness, it is some ideal, imagination, Kåñëa. They think.... They say, I have an imaginary form of Kåñëa, a stone, and "Unnecessarily they are wasting their time, loving Kåñëa." What is their theory? You know that?

Harikeça: Some people think.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are some. They are not all. Even they criticize that "You cannot see Kåñëa." So similar argument can be, "You do not see Lenin. Why you are worshiping?" That's it. "Is Lenin present before you? So why you are worshiping?" You'll see. You have got, in Moscow got, every street corner a big picture.

Harikeça: They're trying to replace everybody's desire to worship some greater authority.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, but if you or somebody argues, "Where is Lenin? You are.... Why you are worshiping? You cannot see Lenin..." Because they say, "Where is your Kåñëa? You are worshiping a statue," so we can say the same thing, "Where is your Lenin? The statue, it is?" In the airport station, street crossing and everywhere there is picture. And they go to worship Lenin's tomb every day. Many other fools also go there, tourists, that Red Square. They tried in India for Jawaharlal Nehru's tomb, for Gandhi's tomb. So in the beginning there was little crowd. Now nobody goes. But Våndävana, Govindaji's temple, Kåñëa-Balaräma temple? Without invitation--crowd. This is culture. (loud chanting begins in background)

Bhagavän: Marx, he has written only little book, and you have written so many books.

Prabhupäda: What does he know, he'll write? What does he know that he will write? He can bluff people for.... That's all. Here is Vyasadeva, vidvän. So

Prabhupäda: So here is vidvän, and there is a rascal. 

He does not know how people will be helped. 

Where you got these beads?

Bhagavän: Våndävana.

Prabhupäda: Purchased?
Bhagavän: Someone gave them as gift, tulasé.

Prabhupäda: In Hawaii there are so many tulasés dry wood. We can make those.

Bhagavän: In our preaching this is good point, that we do not alienate the communists and stress on the differences between us and them.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: That can come later.
Prabhupäda: But they see practically that 

"We are theorizing while they're practically doing."

Bhagavän: It's very ecstatic.

Prabhupäda: If you have got excess, you can distribute FREE prasadam. "Come on."

Prabhupäda: So I am very glad to see you again in this village.

Devotees: Haribol!

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. It was the prediction of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu that in every village, in every town on the surface of the globe, there will be preaching of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's name and the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. It is to be translated? (translator translates into French) So by your transcendental endeavor it is being fulfilled, otherwise who expected that in this remote village of France, Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra would be chanted? When Caitanya Mahäprabhu said in every village, in every town, he did not mean that every village and every town in India. He specifically says påthivéte, means on the surface of the globe.

So the purpose is that without spreading of this Kåñëa consciousness movement, nobody can become happy. That's a fact.

The opportunity of human form of life is systematically being refused
by the modern civilization.   

(Ed: i.e. the movement is to show and spread the alternative civilization as well as to become happy and SAVE OURSELVES)

This material activity only for the bodily comforts of life, 

that is not human civilization. 

Human civilization means the human being must know the supreme controller and the aim of life. The real fact is that God is there, the supreme controller, and we, living entities, we are His parts and parcels. As parts and parcels of God, we, being separated, we are suffering. An example can be given in this connection, just like a small child is the part and parcel of the body of the mother. So the child is happy when the child is on the lap of the mother. That means the part and the whole must live together. Then there is happiness. Otherwise, there is distress. The modern godless civilization is making the part and the whole separated. Therefore the whole condition is chaotic. You have got experience in your this part of the globe, within fifty years there have been two big, big wars and... Many other parts also. People are not in happiness on account of godlessness.

So actually if we want to be happy in this life  and the next life,

then we must take to Kåñëa consciousness. And it is not at all difficult: simply chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra. So I am very glad that you are accustomed to chant this Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. Stick to it and you'll ALL be happy. Thank you very much.[ ]

Prabhupäda: Organize this center very nicely. So many people will be happy. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Just or you have got barley powder?

Bhagavän: They are getting this morning. They are taking it to get ground.

Prabhupäda: Immediately, there is no stock?

Bhagavän: No.

Prabhupäda: Let them come and work little, grow food, eat and chant. 

Why should they bother going to the factory, running at five o'clock? Horrible life, horrible civilization? Motor accident, delayed, anxiety, "Oh, I am delayed, I am delayed." What is this civilization? [ ]

Jyotirmäyé: I came to ask you some questions for the Gurukula, because now if I don't ask them today...

Prabhupäda: So Gurukula means, find out that chapter, brahmacäré gurukule.
Hari-çauri: Seven, Two.

Prabhupäda: Vasan dänto guror hitam. 

The beginning of life is how to become cent percent obedient to guru. That is Gurukula. That training should be given. 

The whole process is that our life will be successful when we strictly follow guru and Kåñëa. 

Guru means Kåñëa; Kåñëa means guru. Not Mäyäväda, but guru means one who follows Kåñëa, he is guru. Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair uktas tathä bhävyata eva sadbhiù. So guru is directly God, säkñäd-hari. Säkñäd means directly. So säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair uktas, in every çästra it is said the guru is one, Kåñëa. So, it is stated in the çästra and it is accepted by authorities. Not that it is simply stated. Samasta-çästrair, uktas. You understand little Sanskrit?

Jyotirmäyé: Some verses from Bhagavad-gétä.
Prabhupäda: Huh? Ukta, ukta means "said." And sadbhiù, "by great personalities." Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair uktas, tathä, and "accordingly," tathä means "accordingly," bhävyata eva sadbhiù, those who are actually in transcendental platform, they should accept it. So why? Kintu prabhor yaù priya eva... It does not mean Mäyävädé, that he has become God. But kintu prabhor yaù priya eva tasya, he is the most confidential servant. He's therefore servant-God. He's God, servant-God. God is master-God. Kintu prabhor yaù priya eva tasya. So why he has become priya? That is, Kåñëa says personally, na ca tasmän manuñyeñu kaçcin me priya-kåttamaù: nobody is dearer than him in the whole world. Why? Ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñv abhidä... "Who preaches this gospel of Bhagavad-gétä among My devotees." 

So the guru has got two business. 

He has to make devotees and teach them the principles of Bhagavad-gétä. 

Therefore he's so dear. Not that he has become God, not Mäyävädé philosophy. He's living entity, but because he acts very confidentially on behalf of Kåñëa, therefore he's as good as God. This is bhakti. Not the Mäyävädé philosophy that guru has become God. Guru as God, not become. He's servant-God. And Kåñëa is master-God. 

So the success is that both the Gods, when one is accepted by both the Gods, then his life is success. Guru-kåñëa kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja. 

Therefore one has to fix his faith staunchly in the bona fide guru. 

So if one has got bona fide guru, and if he follows that bona fide guru, 

then his life is success. 
This is the process. 
Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair. So Gurukula means to teach how to become very, very faithful, cent percent faithful, to the bona fide guru. That is Gurukula. So you have to teach like that. By behavior, by life, by action. That is Gurukula. This sum and substance of... Brahmacäré gurukule vasan dänto guror hitam. Where is that?

Harikeça: We don't have the book.

Prabhupäda: What you have got? Simply your face, that's all. I'll have to see your face. Why this book is not there?

Hari-çauri: It's Seven, 3. There was only your copies available at the moment, and we gave it to George Harrison.

Prabhupäda: And you could not secure any more.

Hari-çauri: The only other copy is in New York.

Prabhupäda: Any other Bhägavata? Just see. Reference book must be always there. This is the principle of Gurukula. Now from this platform, on this understanding you have to organize.

Jyotirmäyé: You were saying that there are mainly three principles to learn: how to be obedient, how to know, read your books and be self-controlled. So that's what I explained to the teachers, that they should do that.

Prabhupäda: Guru says there are four principles to be followed, they should be taught in that way. 

No illicit sex, no gambling, no meat-eating, no intoxication. 

Guru says that you chant at least sixteen, that should be taught. 

Risen early, rise early in the morning, that should be taught. 

So whatever guru says, you have to teach them perfectly, from childhood; then there will be no deviation when they are grown-up.

Jyotirmäyé: We have them chant now down there. When they chant japa, they chant very enthusiastically. So the teacher himself chants...

Prabhupäda: No, no. According to age, according to... But this is the principle. Gurukula means to learn how to become obedient, self-controlled, and act on behalf of guru. This is Gurukula. Not to learn grammar very scholarly, grammarian. No, that is not Gurukula. There are many thousands scholars--who cares for them? Put in the life. That is important. 
Our movement has drawn the attention of the world 
on account of life and the knowledge. 

They are finding the knowledge in the book 

and they are finding the practical application in the life. 

That is the important thing. 

Books there are many, but the books as they are described, 
they are being followed. 
That is Gurukula.
Harikeça:

Prabhupäda: Guror hitam. So, a brahmacäré, a brahmacäré should live in the Gurukula for the following purposes. The first is that he should be trained up how to control the senses. So that, if you teach, any child from the childhood, he'll be trained up. In that case, that female children should be separated.

Jyotirmäyé: I wanted to know also what should we do once they are sixteen, because you said they should be trained in a Gurukula until they are sixteen. So once they are sixteen...

Prabhupäda: Once Sarasvaté said that "We have no sex with woman." (laughter) So, innocent, she does not know. That is, if they are kept separate, they remain innocent. And they are taught that all women should be addressed as mother. Whatever self-control. And female children should be taught how to become faithful to the husband, and to learn the arts of cooking, arts of painting--that should be their subject matter.

Jyotirmäyé: Painting?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Sixty-four arts, Rädhäräëé did. Then She could control Kåñëa.

Jyotirmäyé: So after they have learned all the academics, reading, writing, all these.

Prabhupäda: Academic is ordinary, ABCD, that's all. Not very much. But these arts. They should learn how to cook nicely.

Jyotirmäyé: And what should the boys be taught from ten to sixteen?

Prabhupäda: The principle is same, that when they grow up they learn the çästra. The more they read, the more they learn. Then they become preacher, teacher. The grown-up children, those who are fifteen, sixteen, they can teach five-, six-years-old.

Jyotirmäyé: Then they can take responsibility themselves.

Prabhupäda: In this way. Elderly student... That is the way of Indian teaching, that there is one teacher, and how he's managing hundreds? That means there are groups. One who is elderly student, he's taking some beginners: "Write a or A like this." That he can teach. What he has learned, he can teach. Similarly, next group, next group. So in this way, one teacher can manage hundreds of students of different categories. This is organization. Not that everything I have to do. I cannot teach anybody to do it. That is not intelligence. Intelligence is that employ others to help you. That is intelligence. Not that "Oh, I was busy, I could not do it." Why? What about your assistant? Train assistant so that in your absence things can be done. So the elderly students, they could be... Just Caitanya Mahäprabhu used to do that. When He was sixteen years old he could argue with Keçava Käçméré, because He was practiced. In this way, stage after stage, everyone should be expert. Everyone should be teacher and student.

Bhagavän: The boys, they should learn how also to cook?

Prabhupäda: Huh? I never said that. Why you are bringing that question? I said the girls should be. Cooking is not boy's business. But cooking is not a very difficult art. If they want, the boys can... (coughs) There are so many, in the Bhakti-rasämåta sindhu it is stated, how Rädhäräëé was qualified. So these things should be taught to the girls. If the girls are taught to give service to the husband to the greatest satisfaction, there will be no disagreement.

Yogeçvara: Can the older boys be trained in a particular kind of devotional service? For example, press work?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, everything is devotional. Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù smaraëaà päda-sevanam, there are varieties. We are not Mäyävädé, impersonalists, finished, all business. It is not like that. So whatever business is going on in our movement, everything should be taught according to the capacity, boys or girls, it doesn't matter. Some department is suitable for the boys, some department are suitable for the girls. In this way, they should be trained up. But everyone should be trained up to give service. That is Gurukula. 

And brahmacäré, this sex impulse should be controlled. That ruins the whole character. 

Our big, big sannyäsés are becoming victimized. 

So that is the danger. 

Woman is good, man is good; when they combine together, bad. 

This is the material world. 

Both of them are good, but when they combine together, they are bad. This is material world. In the spiritual world, there is no such combination of sense gratification. Therefore it is always good. Everyone is part and parcel of God. So they are good. In the spiritual world, they combine together, it becomes bad, in the material world. In the spiritual world there is no such combination of sense gratification. Therefore they are always good. So you have to train like that. In the spiritual world there are very, very beautiful women, thousand, thousands times. Here, in the heavenly planets, they are calculated the best perfectional body of the woman. But in the spiritual world, still further. But there is no attraction of sex. They are working together, serving together, everything. But the sex attraction, there is no. They are elevated so much in the service of the Lord.... Sex attraction is a kind of pleasure. So there are different types of pleasure. Here, if somebody, good foodstuff is there, and.... That is also another sense pleasure, and by the time one beautiful woman is canvassing, "Now, come and let us enjoy," he will give up this good food. He'll go for sex. Because he will think this is better than that. So one pleasure is rejected if one is engaged in better pleasure. Paraà dåñövä nivartate. So in the spiritual world the service of the Lord is so pleasing, that they can neglect this sex pleasure. That is spiritual world. They have no attachment for sex pleasure. Yadävadhi mama cetaù kåñëa-padäravinde nava-nava-rasa-dhämänudyata bata näré-saìgame bhavati mukha-vikäraù suñöu. When one spits on the sex pleasure, that means he is elevated in spiritual life. So in the material world that is not possible. But by training, by knowledge, one can be elevated. That is Gurukula. So these are the general principles. Now arrange.

Jyotirmäyé: I was thinking about that, that because the girls are trained like brahmacärénis also in the Gurukula, they should be also kept very, very simple, just like the little boys, brahmacärés.
Prabhupäda: No, our life is simple. 

We don't want luxury. We don't want luxury, but as we are accustomed in so many ways, as far as possible. 

But life should be very simple. 

To increase unnecessary things unnecessarily, that is material life.

Jyotirmäyé: I was thinking in that way, simple clothes, no jewels, just like the boys, simple...

Prabhupäda: Don't say "no." But give a taste for the good, then it will be automatically "no." And if you say "no" then he'll, they will rebel. The four "no's," that is very difficult. Still they are breaking. No illicit sex, they are breaking. But if they develop Kåñëa consciousness, this will be automatically "no." So don't bring many "no's," but 

give them positive life. Then it will be automatically "no." 

And if you say "no," that will be a struggle. This is the psychology. Positive engagement is devotional service. So if they are attracted by devotional service, other things will be automatically "no." Paraà dåñövä nivartate. Just like Ekädaçé day. Ekädaçé day, we observe fasting. And there are many patients in the hospital, they are also fasting. But they'll "No, no." They'll, within heart, "If I get, I shall eat, I shall eat." But those who are devotee, they voluntarily "no." The same fasting is going on for the devotees and the hospital patient. And that "no" and this "no," there is difference. Paraà dåñövä nivartate. 
It is not meant for the mass of people, 
but at least if we keep a section of people ideal to the human society, 
they will be guided.

Prabhupäda: Organize it and keep hundreds of books. They will live peacefully.

But don't entangle in sinful activities. Then it will be all right.

Such a nice place. The city residents cannot imagine.
What a nonsense life—

clubs, slaughterhouse, gambling places, drinking house. This is like hell.

Try to save people from this hellish condition of life, without any knowledge, like animals. And nature therefore creates a wholesale slaughterhouse in war, to cut throat all--finished. Many millions and millions are finished. From 1914 to 1950, how many years?

Harikeça: Thirty-six.

Prabhupäda: Within thirty-six years there were two big wars, slaughter. Especially Europe. Nature will create. Pestilence. Somewhere there is pestilence, somewhere there is war, somewhere there is scarcity of food.

But you cannot indulge in sinful activities.

Then you'll be killed.
Then nature's law will act. You may defy, that's your business, but nature will act in her own way. Daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä. You cannot surpass. That is not possible. But they are foolish, they are trying to conquer over nature by their so-called scientific knowledge. They are such a rascal. You change the color of this fruit and flower, conquer over nature. So rascal, they talk rascal, "It will take millions of years." We have to wait million. "Yes, from chemical we shall bring life. Wait million of years." This is going on. And for such thing, big building, laboratory, research, scientific research. Big, big signboard. And the students out of disappointment, going to the roof and falling down, committing suicide. I saw it?

Harikeça: Berkeley.

Prabhupäda: Berkeley. Very horrible condition.
Let them do whatever they like,

you live apart from them.
Live peacefully in Kåñëa consciousness.

Be happy.
Let these cats and dogs go to hell; what can be done?

We are trying to educate them as far as possible, but if they do not take it, that is their business. We are doing our duty, going door to door, "Read these books. If you like, you can come and live with us." What we can do more?

We do not make any condition, that if you live with us you have to fulfill.
Of course, the condition is that you should not act sinfully.

That is the FIRST condition.

But we never say that you have to pay so many dollars.

Come. Whatever little food we have got, we shall share. So try to understand the importance of this movement. Kåñëa is giving us. This is a first-class place. You can develop it into a Vaikuëöha. It is already Vaikuëöha, Kåñëa is there. But develop it very nicely, peacefully live.

Hundreds of miles away from the hellish cities.

For little conveyance we can have bullock carts, when we have to get, transport.

Very peaceful life.

INTRODUCE  IT and live peacefully.
Am I right or wrong?

Devotee: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: These FARMING projects THEREFORE I INTRODUCED,

New Vrindaban, it is successful; Philadelphia, it is going on nicely; New Orleans; here also. In London we haven't got much land, but still we have got sufficient land. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Friday, that is also. Harer näma, harer näma.
Everyone is happy, the children, the woman.

They don't demand anything, that "Give us this, give us that."

They have simplified, automatically they have simplified their life.

And gradually develop,

make little cottages, grow little vegetable, little barley or wheat

and MILK.

That is sufficient.

We don't require much. 

We don't want luxury.

We want just to subsist. Yavad artha prayojana.
We  hate 

 HYPERLINK  \l "luxury" 
the idea of 

 HYPERLINK  \l "NOluxxuries" 
luxury, unnecessary.
Do the outsider come to see? Yes?

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What do they say?

Bhagavän: They are impressed with how much we have done.

Prabhupäda: They will be more and more impressed. What is this city life? In Paris, simply to fulfill the necessities of life, a professional prostitute, so many. And people from all over the world, they come here for indulge in prostitute. From our childhood we know.

What a civilization they have made.

Spoiling the life.

Then, after finish this life, you just become a cat, a dog, or a tree and stand up.

And all other planets are vacant. Simply this planet is filled up, overpopulation. Kill them. Why not send there? So vacant land. (laughter) "That we cannot do." Then what is your scientific research? "Yes, we are trying. Wait millions of years." (laughter) These bluffing rascals.
Don't be misled. Live peacefully here, chant Hare Kåñëa. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Now I have  given the ideas, the philosophy, in the books.

So

it is your business to d e v e l op  A L L  over the world.
You are very intelligent, Europeans and Americans.

Give  it  a  shape,  for the world prosperity.

Give it  a practical.... (Ed: “it” meaning that THIS is actually THE MOVEMENT)

It IS practical. There is no difficulty.

So much land.
Very good fertile land in Africa, Australia, in America.

All of them can be utilized  for the happiness  of the whole world. 
Bhagavad-gétä 10.8            July 31, 1976, New Mayapur (French farm)

This material world is, means we have created so many unwanted things, this is material world. Just like we are living in this part of your country, a village. So you are living very happily, undoubtedly. There is ample opportunity for living peacefully here.

You grow little grains, you get some milk, some vegetable, and 

all your economic questions solved.
But as soon as you go to the city, the whole pollution attacks you. (ED: sin)

You have to give up this simple eating process.
Instead of drinking milk, 

(Ed: from the cows that we protect through varnasrama occupational cooperation)

in the city, 

(Ed: or WORSE, phony farm communities shirking their duties and destroying the future hope of self sufficiency of the movement with suburban sprawl and maintenance debts)

you'll have to cut throat of the cow (Ed: by buying their milk) and eat the meat.  
So in this way  we shall be implicated  with so many  sinful activities that our life will be entangled.

On account of our foolish civilization we do not understand what is the entanglement of life. 
The entanglement of life is described in the Bhagavad-gétä, tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13], to change this body. As we are changing body, the child is changing body to become a boy. The boy is changing body to become a young man. The young man is changing body to become an old man. Similarly, when the old man changes the body, he gets another body. If a young man challenges the laws of nature, that he is not going to be old man, that is false prestige. He must have to become an old man. Similarly, if some rascal says that "I don't believe in the next life," that is his foolishness. He has to change his body. Nature's law is going on. You are not controller of the nature, you are controlled by nature. So if we entangle ourself with sinful activities then next life means we get low grade life. It is said in the Bhagavad-gétä:

ürdhvaà gacchanti sattva-sthä

madhye tiñöhanti räjasäù

jaghanya-guëa-våtti-sthä

adho gacchanti tämasäù

 [Bg. 14.18]

(This) means those who are very pious, they are promoted to the higher planetary system. Those who are ordinary, they remain with the middle planetary system. And those who are very abominable, sinful, they go down the planetary systems or become lower than human being—animals, trees, birds, beasts, like that. So they have no sense, their so-called scientific understanding has no, I mean to say, advancement of knowledge. They do not inquire even wherefrom these living entities are coming, the trees, birds, beasts, lower than human being; wherefrom they are coming they do not inquire.

So the law is that according to your work you'll get your next life. It may be higher standard of life, it may be lower standard of life. So suppose higher standard of life, if we get, that's all right, but if we get lower standard of life... Just like today I am here and next life if I get the body of a tree and stand up for five thousand years, is it very nice proposition? In this way we have to understand how the process of life is going on and what is wanted, what is not wanted. In this way, when you are situated, fixed up in your spiritual understanding, that is called anartha-nivåttiù syät, all unwanted things are vanquished.

So our request is that you live here, very simple life. Kåñëa will supply all your necessities. He's supplying to the birds and beasts, why not to you, devotee? Be confident that you'll get everything, whatever the necessities of life. 
Live without any sinful activities. 
Don't create unwanted troubles. That is called anartha-nivåttiù syät.
So as soon as we are, stop, full stop, unwanted things, then tato niñöhä, then our, that beginning faith becomes firm. 
That is called niñöhä. Tato niñöhä tato ruciù. Then, taste, that one tasted this sort of life, he cannot give up. 
This is called taste. Tato niñöhä tato ruciù, athäsaktiù. 
Then attachment, 
then bhäva, that bhäva. And if we can stay in that bhäva stage, 
then next stage is love of Godhead. 
And as soon as you come to the standard of love of Godhead, 
your life is successful. 
So every instruction is there, books are there, your intelligence is there, and we are trying to give you all possible opportunities. Please stick to this Kåñëa consciousness, and make your life successful. (end)

Room Conversation                   Paris Farm, August 2, 1976

Hari-çauri: The whole country could be like this if everybody was Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: Very peacefully  you can live.
In the city you go, thousands of cars are running--ror-ror-ror-ror-ror-ror-ror. What is called? Flyway, expressway, downway, every ten yards stop for the light. (laughter) How artificial life. And with all these things, if people would have been happy, all right. But they're not happy, in spite of all this advancement. 

Hari-çauri: Yes. Simply increasing their miseries.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Problems.

Hari-çauri: The bigger the buildings, the more anxiety they're in.

Prabhupäda: Not only many cars, they construct new roads, new... Increasing business, in the hope of happiness. But there is no happiness.

Hari-çauri: Happiness is the last consideration.

Prabhupäda: They are thinking that "In this way we shall be happy."

Hari-çauri: Get more money.

Prabhupäda: First of all, paved way, then flyway, then another flyway, then another flyway, in this way. Bahir-artha-mäninaù.

Hari-çauri: They're always striving for happiness, that's all. They never achieve it, they never get there.

Prabhupäda: No. That is called mäyä. Just like the animal is running after the mirage, water, but there is no water.

Hari-çauri: He simply runs until he dies.

Prabhupäda: That's all. This is going on.

Hari-çauri: Dogs on four wheels. (laughs) It was so nice sitting underneath the tree there, chanting. I was thinking, this is what we could do forever, twenty-four hours. No need to do anything else.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (pause) Prospective place, this. Very future prospect.

Hari-çauri: Oh, yes. We're buying these big properties now, we don't have so many devotees, but we know just even in five years they're going to be packed.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Hari-çauri: Maybe now we don't have so many devotees for all these big places we're buying, but even just in five years or ten years they'll be full. We'll have to expand more and more. Your idea for fifty percent for books, fifty percent for buildings is very wonderful. I remember in Caitanya-caritämåta you said that the book distribution and the establishment of temples should go parallel lines, side by side.

Prabhupäda: Going on. Up to date, to my satisfaction, it is going on.
Hari-çauri: If you're satisfied, then we know it's going to be successful.

Prabhupäda: But they fight amongst themselves, the GBCs.
Prabhupäda: Yes, little better. Hare Kåñëa. (break) ...thinking of how to utilize the whole land. The situation is very good, good prospect.

I want that self-independent here, as far as possible.

But you have got enough materials.

With woods you can make cottages.

Then land becomes clear, then utilize it.

Bhagavän: Cows.

Prabhupäda: Cows, so many things.
Free from all anxieties, chant Hare Kåñëa.
Life is meant for simply chanting.
This should be the  motto.

But because we have got this body, we have to maintain it. That much.
Otherwise, we have no ambition to become a very big man in this material world, enjoy it. This is all false, useless. He'll become a big man, and one day death comes and kicks him out. So these are all false attempts. It has no meaning. The meaningful life is, so long we live, become fully Kåñëa conscious. And tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti. That is wanted. Give facility to the people. Here is very nice arrangement.
Now make plan how to utilize. You have got enough land.

You can utilze for  supplying the necessities of life.

Bhagavän: It's a very wonderful place.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

We can get many wonderful places  like this all over the world.

But they have not been taught  how to utilize them. [ ]
Bhagavän: It's hard to see how people could not be attracted to such a nice life.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: But more and more people are coming.

Prabhupäda: They'll come. 

First of all, this life is not for every man.

Most fortunate man. 

Kona bhägyavän jéva. Kona, kona means someone; it is not for everyone. Kona bhägyavän. Find out this verse, Nineteenth Chapter, Madhya-lélä.
ei rüpe brahmäëòa bhramite kona bhägyavän jéva
guru-kåñëa-kåpä päya bhakti-latä-béja
(devotees look for verse) Brahmäëòa bhramite? Guru-kåñëa. Find out. Guru-kåñëa-kåpä päya.
Hari-çauri: Guru-kåñëa-prasäde päya bhakti-latä-béja.
Prabhupäda: Oh.

Hari-çauri:
brahmäëòa bhramite kona bhägyavän jéva
guru-kåñëa-prasäde päya bhakti-latä-béja
"According to their karma, all living entities are wandering throughout the entire universe. Some of them are being elevated to the upper planetary systems, and some are going down into the lower planetary systems. Out of many millions of wandering living entities, one who is very fortunate gets an opportunity to associate with a bona fide spiritual master by the grace of Kåñëa. By the mercy of both Kåñëa and the spiritual master, such a person receives the seed of the creeper of devotional service."

Prabhupäda: This is not for everyone.
Hari-çauri: There's a nice purport. Should I read the purport? "When we speak of brahmäëòa, we refer to the whole universe, or to the cluster of many millions of universes. In all universes, there are innumerable planets and innumerable living entities upon those planets in the air and in the water. There are millions and trillions of living entities everywhere, and they are engaged by mäyä in suffering and enjoying the results of their fruitive activity life after life. This is the position of the materially conditioned living entities. Out of many of these living entities, if one is actually fortunate (bhägyavän), he comes in contact with a bona fide spiritual master by Kåñëa's mercy. Kåñëa is situated in everyone's heart, and if one desires something, Kåñëa fulfills one's desire. If the living entity by chance or fortune comes in contact with the Kåñëa consciousness movement and wishes to associate with that movement, Kåñëa, who is situated in everyone's heart, gives him the chance to meet a bona fide spiritual master. This is called guru-kåñëa-prasäda. Kåñëa is prepared to bestow His mercy upon all living entities, and as soon as a living entity desires the Lord's mercy, the Lord immediately gives him an opportunity to meet a bona fide spiritual master. Such a person is fortified by both Kåñëa and the spiritual master. He is helped from within by Kåñëa and from without by the spiritual master. Both are prepared to help the sincere living being become free from this material bondage. How one can become this fortunate can be seen in the life of Çréla Närada Muni. In his previous life he was born of a maidservant. Although he was not born into a prestigious position, his mother was fortunately engaged in rendering service to some Vaiñëavas. When these Vaiñëavas were resting during the cäturmäsya period, the boy Närada took the opportunity to engage in their service. Taking compassion upon the boy, the Vaiñëavas offered him the remnants of their food. By serving them and obeying their orders, the boy became the object of sympathy for the Vaiñëavas, and, by the Vaiñëavas' unknown mercy, he gradually became a pure devotee. In the next life he was Närada Muni, the most exalted of Vaiñëavas and the most important guru and äcärya of Vaiñëavas. Following in the footsteps of Närada Muni, the Kåñëa consciousness movement is rendering service to humanity by giving everyone a chance to come in contact with Kåñëa. If one is fortunate, he becomes intimately related with this movement. Then, by the grace of Kåñëa, one's life becomes successful. Everyone has dormant kåñëa-bhakti, love for Kåñëa, and in the association of good devotees, that love is revealed. As stated in Caitanya-caritämåta (Madhya 22.107):

nitya-siddha kåñëa-prema 'sädhya' kabhu naya

çravaëädi-çuddha-citte karaye udaya

Dormant devotional service to Kåñëa is within everyone. Simply by associating with devotees, hearing their good instructions and chanting the Hare Kåñëa mantra, dormant love for Kåñëa is awakened. In this way one acquires the seed of devotional service. Guru-kåñëa-prasäde päya bhakti-latä-béja."

Prabhupäda: Then? Then? No, it is not finished? Next verse?

Hari-çauri:
mälé haïä kare sei béja äropaëa

çravaëa-kértana-jale karaye secana

"When a person receives the seed of devotional service, he should take care of it by becoming a gardener and sowing the seed in his heart. If he waters the seed gradually by the process of çravaëa and kértana (hearing and chanting), the seed will begin to sprout."

Purport: "To live with devotees or to live in a temple means to associate with the çravaëa-kértana process. Sometimes neophyte devotees think that they can continue the çravaëa-kértana process without worshiping the Deity, but the execution of çravaëa-kértana is meant for highly developed devotees like Haridäsa Öhäkura, who engaged in the çravaëa-kértana process without worshiping the Deity. However, one should not falsely imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura and abandon Deity worship just to try to engage in çravaëa-kértana. This is not possible for neophyte devotees. The word guru-prasäda indicates that the spiritual master is very merciful in bestowing the boon of devotional service upon the disciple. That is the best possible gift the spiritual master has to offer. Those with a background of pious life are eligible to receive life's supreme benefit, and to bestow this benefit, the Supreme Personality of Godhead sends His representative to impart His mercy. Endowed with the mercy of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, the spiritual master distributes the mercy to those who are elevated and pious. Thus the spiritual master trains his disciples to render devotional service unto the Supreme Personality of Godhead. This is called guru-kåpä. It is kåñëa-prasäda, Kåñëa's mercy, that He sends a bona fide spiritual master to the deserving disciple. By the mercy of Kåñëa, one meets the bona fide spiritual master, and by the mercy of the spiritual master, the disciple is fully trained in the devotional service of the Lord. Bhakti-latä-béja means 'the seed of devotional service.' Everything has an original cause, or seed. For any idea, program, plan or device, there is first of all the contemplation of the plan, and that is called béja, or the seed. The methods, rules and regulations by which one is perfectly trained in devotional service constitute the bhakti-latä-béja, or the seed of devotional service. This bhakti-latä-béja is received from the spiritual master by the grace of Kåñëa. Other seeds are called anyäbhiläña-béja, karma-béja and jïäna-béja. If one is not fortunate enough to receive the bhakti-latä-béja from the spiritual master, he instead cultivates the seeds of karma-béja, jïäna-béja, or political and social or philanthropic béja. However, bhakti-latä-béja is different from these other béjas. Bhakti-latä-béja can be received only through the mercy of the spiritual master. Therefore one has to satisfy the spiritual master to get bhakti-latä-béja (yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù). Bhakti-latä-béja is the origin of devotional service. Unless one satisfies the spiritual master, he gets the béja, or root cause, of karma, jïäna and yoga without the benefit of devotional service. However, one who is faithful to his spiritual master gets the bhakti-latä-béja. This bhakti-latä-béja is received when one is initiated by the bona fide spiritual master. After receiving the spiritual master's mercy, one must repeat his instructions, and this is called çravaëa-kértana--hearing and chanting. One who has not properly heard from the spiritual master or who does not follow the regulative principles is not fit  for chanting (kértana). This is explained in Bhagavad-gétä (2.41): vyavasäyätmikä buddhir ekeha kuru-nandana. One who has not listened  carefully  to the instructions of the spiritual master is unfit to chant or preach the cult of devotional service. One has to water the bhakti-latä-béja after receiving instructions from the spiritual master."

I remember in Hawaii, this section here, it says a person is fortified by both Kåñëa and the spiritual master, and you said that Kåñëa gives you the weapon and the spiritual master sharpens it, the weapon of knowledge, and in that way we can become free from material bondage.

Prabhupäda: The classes should be regularly held. Those who are engaged in the field work, then let them work, but woman or others, they should hear in the class. They should attend. [ ]

Hari-çauri: You said you had some plan? For the land here? When we came in, you were saying you had some plan for the land.

Prabhupäda: PLAN IS  that we have got woods.

Cut the woods,`
make small cottages,

and engage them for growing fruits, flowers, grains,

and make the complete arrangement nicely. Water...

Hari-çauri: Irrigation.

Prabhupäda: In this way make it ever green.

Bhagavän: There was a question about the cows, that at what point should the calf be separated from the mother. Because sometimes when the calf is separated, the mother, she cries.

Prabhupäda: No, they should not be taken away.
Bhagavän: Shouldn't be.

Hari-çauri: I think in all our farms they do that.

Bhagavän: I heard in New Vrindaban they took them away very early.

Hari-çauri: The problem is that the calves drink so much milk that they become very sick, so they have to separate. (ED:?)

Prabhupäda: Therefore they should not be allowed always. Once in a day, that's all.
Hari-çauri: Oh.

Prabhupäda: Not too much allowed, but once. At least while milking they should be allowed to drink little milk, and that will encourage the mother to deliver more milk.

Hari-çauri: Oh. At the same time they're milking the cow, the calf can come.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They can bring it milk. 

And while milking, the calf may be standing before the mother.

Hari-çauri: They do that in India.

Prabhupäda: So she will not be sorry. 

Completely separation is not good. 

And after birth at least for one week the calf should be allowed. Because after this giving birth the milk is not fit for human consumption. The calf should not be allowed to eat more, but at the same time the

 mother must see once, twice, then it will be all right. 

Of course, we are born in big, big towns, we do not know, but I know this is the process. In Allahabad I was keeping cow, there was facility.

Bhagavän: I don't think our farms are doing like that. In New Vrindaban they do?

Hari-çauri: What, letting the calves come? I don't think so. You can write a letter to... The whole system's so perfect, it's completely satisfying in every respect.

Prabhupäda: And if you make others dissatisfied for your pleasure, that is sinful.
You should act in such a way that nobody is dissatisfied. Then there is balance.  [ ]

Prabhupäda: You have got puffed rice? [ ]

Prabhupäda: No, you have got this cucumber?

Devotee (1): Yes, there is cucumber.

Prabhupäda: So if fresh, why not eat?
Hari-çauri: We have fresh cucumber every day.

Prabhupäda: But when I take it does not appear to be fresh.
Devotee (1): These are bulk cucumbers.

Devotee (2): This is fresh cucumber from the garden.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): Tomorrow.

Prabhupäda: The cucumber which is supplied to me, that is not fresh.
Devotee (1): It is from the market. We were not aware that they had cucumber in the garden, because I asked...

Prabhupäda: You are not aware? Why not?
Devotee (1): I was not aware.

Hari-çauri: He's our supplier.

Prabhupäda: At least one cucumber, and this chili, you can make a nice salad. You say that there's no peas?

Devotee (1): They are just ready actually, Çréla Prabhupäda. They're just ready for picking now.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Devotee (1): Beans you have had every day from the garden.

Hari-çauri: Beans are very stringy.

Prabhupäda: Oh, so many fresh things.

Devotee (1): From the greenhouse they are actually.

Hari-çauri: What is this?

Devotee (1): That is zucchini, only very small. (laughter) We let them get big to feed so many devotees.

Prabhupäda: Very nice, very fresh, so many things can be done.

Hari-çauri: This is zucchini?

Prabhupäda: This called, this is, I do not know what you call. It is called komura.(?) It is very nice. [ ]

Bhagavän: We had a whole field planted of chickpea. They're very expensive here, so it's nice.

Prabhupäda: So you have got immediately some pods?
Devotee (1): And also you have been taking the fresh coriander, dhane.

Prabhupäda: Oh, nice. So, this pod?
Devotee (1): Peas, beans.

Prabhupäda: You have got some?
Devotee (1): Yes, plenty, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Bring all them. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: You have got puffed rice? So bring some this pod. I shall, with puffed rice, I shall take THIS.
Hari-çauri: How do you want them cooking?

Prabhupäda: Yes, I’LL TAKE IT. Let them bring.
Hari-çauri: Bring some now? (laughter)

(break) Give Mandäkiné these peas. Tomorrow she can utilize it for kacuri. I've asked her to make kacuri. Let them use this.

Hari-çauri: They must have only just come ripe just this last week.

Prabhupäda: So many things are growing. Puffed rice, you simply make it hot, dry, take it away, and then take some of the peas, put very little ghee and masalä and some peas, fry it nicely. Then put little water and cover it. When it is soft, you can add with it little the green chilis.

Room Conversation (3)         Paris Farm, August 2, 1976
Prabhupäda: ...And I have got practical experience, if you cook your own food, whatever it may be, it is healthy.

Harikeça: That a fact, yes.

Prabhupäda: And if you do it very carefully, then you'll never get disease. Take simple food, neat and clean, you'll not get disease. So everything depends on eating to keep the health proper. But these things can be simplified when the life is simple. If I go to work in office at this time, then so many things become topsy-turvied. But if you depend on yourself, either as a brähmaëa or kñatriya, you haven't got to depend on others, then you can do timely. Now we have to go fifty miles at least to attend office. In your country at least, this is the system.

Are you realizing  that there is  no civilization?

Actually civilization we are introducing.
Except Aryan civilization, Vedic civilization,

there is no civilization--animal society.

What do you think? 

Are you  convinced  about it?
Harikeça: Oh, yes, every time I walk out the door I'm convinced. And when you come back to the temple, it's marvelous, the spiritual world. No matter what going on, may be bad, may be good, doesn't matter. It's very relieving.

Prabhupäda: Civilization means to push the man forward for perfection. That is civilization.

Hari-çauri: Development.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Society and economic condition,

everything should be so 

 HYPERLINK  \l "THISistheARRANNGEMENT" 
arranged 

that this human child should be gradually pushed for perfection of life, 

go back home, back to Godhead. 

This is civilization. 

And modern civilization is "Don't care for what is going to happen. So long you live, eat, drink, be merry, enjoy," that's all. Sense gratification. This is called nästika-väda. Very dangerous. And that is going on all over the world. How a gentleman can live in that society?

Hari-çauri: They can't. Gradually people...

Prabhupäda: Therefore my Guru Mahäräja used to say, "This is not a place for a gentleman."

Formerly, therefore, they used to go away from the society, 

go in the forest, to give up this bad association. 

Live alone.

Hari-çauri: Practically speaking, that's what we've done. By your establishing these temples, it's given us someplace to go where we can get out of Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: Therefore our temples should be very carefully managed.
It may not  become  again  another  panDEMONium.
Harikeça: Pan-demon. Pan-demon-ium.

Hari-çauri: Says that in the dictionary.

Harikeça: Place of demons.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa has given us many nice places. People can live very comfortably. There will be no scarcity.

Cultivate Kåñëa consciousness very seriously. That is wanted.

Therefore in this old age I am struggling so much to see that things are going on nicely.  So far I have seen, it is going on nice.

But maybe the management is lacking.

It may be the mäyä is very strong.
So be careful. All, you are all old students, and

try to organize more and more  solidly. The children should be taken, you can give lectures to the mothers, that children should be taken care of.

They are future hopes. Child is the father of man.
They say that we escape. What we are escaping? We have got all types of social society. There is gåhastha, there is sannyäsé, there is brahmacäré. Whichever position is suitable, you accept and keep yourself sincere, that's all.

Unnatural there is nothing. Is there anything unnatural?
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Prabhupäda: Yes. Anything grown in the garden,

that is hundred times valuable than it is purchased from the market. (pause)

Bhagavad-gétä is a book which can guide the whole human society.

In all different branches of knowledge, 

namely in politics, in sociology, in religion, in culture, in philosophy, in economics, 

everything, 

all lines are described very vividly, 

and the human society can take advantage of it. 

The Bhagavad-gétä begins in the battlefield with politics. And when Arjuna declined to fight, how Kåñëa chastised him, that is described, kutas tvä kaçmalam idaà viñame samupasthitam. Find out this verse. [ ]

Translator: She wants to know if it is recommended that a woman become a sannyäsé.
Prabhupäda: Woman should stay under the father, under the husband, and under the elderly sons. Nothing more. Therefore it is the duty of the father to give her in charge of a young man when she is young. This is Vedic culture.

Translator: She's asking what should a woman do if she is alone?
Prabhupäda: She cannot be alone. Na sataritatam ananti(?). Woman should not be allowed... Just like children. Children cannot be alone. They must taken care of. Similarly a woman, in childhood, should be taken care of by the father; when she's young, she should be taken care of by the husband; and when she's old, she should be taken care of by elderly sons. You'll find in the Vedic literature, the father's responsibility is until she's handed over to a suitable young man. And the husband's responsibility is so long she hasn't got elderly children. At that time, when she has got elderly children, he can leave home and take sannyäsa. So the process is a woman is kept under protection always. There is no independence for woman. That is... Still, in India it is going on. The father is obliged to find out a suitable husband for the daughter and give her in his charge. Then his responsibility finished. Until that, she is, he's responsible to take care of the daughter. Unmarried girl to remain always under the protection of the father.

Yogeçvara: But today there seem to be so few qualified husbands.

Prabhupäda: Because you do not train the boys to be qualified. You train them to become debauch. What can be done? You train them from brahmacäré, then they'll be responsible husbands. Both the girls and the boys should be trained up. Then they'll be responsible husband and wife and live peacefully. In their young days, if you give them freedom, they'll spoil. What can be done? Young, youthful days, if you give them full freedom, they'll be misguided and spoiled.

Translator: She's asking that since in these Western countries the families are so broken up and the women sometimes cannot find a qualified husband, what should she do?

Prabhupäda: That, here is the society. You train them. You have got all children. You train them in that way, so that... 

Whatever is done is done. 

Now you can make very good society, Kåñëa conscious society. 

Not that one mistake has been done, you should continue. Rectify it. 

The difficulty is the modern society, the leaders, they do not know the aim of life. 

They are blindly doing everything like animals. Their philosophy is like the animals. Eat, drink, be merry and enjoy, that's all. This is the philosophy of the animals. And human philosophy is to understand first of all what I am. I am this body or something else? That is human life. But nobody questions this, there is no institution to teach this science, therefore the whole human society is misguided. 

Just like if I want to train my boy to become a medical man, 

then I teach him biology, botany, similar... So if... 

Because I know I shall make my boy a medical man.

Similarly, we should know what is the aim of human life.

Then we have to construct the social political, everything, 

favorable to THAT end.
But they do not know what is the aim of life. 

That is the whole mistake. 

I think that in Bible there is a story, prodigal son? So we are prodigal son. We are all sons of God, now we have become prodigal sons. What is the meaning of prodigal? "Without any responsibility," is it not? Do whatever you like.

Translator: Run away from the protection of the family.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is our position, that we are sons of God, we have given up protection of God. God is protecting in all circumstances.

Hari-çauri: It says "Prodigal: recklessly wasteful."

Prabhupäda: That's it. This is the... 

We are all recklessly wasteful sons of God. 

We are sons of God, there is no doubt, but at the present moment, recklessly wasteful. We are wasting our valuable life even, we are so reckless. So the Kåñëa consciousness movement is to check their recklessness and bring them into senses of responsibility, going back home, back to Godhead. This is Kåñëa consciousness. But people are so reckless, as soon as you say something of God, immediately they laugh, "Oh, what is nonsense, God." This is the supreme recklessness. India was very serious about God. Still, India is serious. Now, the present leaders, they are thinking that Indians are spoiled, simply thinking of God--they're not thinking like the Americans and Europeans for economic development. So this is the position, and it is very difficult, but still we can do something this to the humanity, by preaching this Kåñëa consciousness movement. And those who are fortunate, they'll come, take up seriously. These reckless prodigal sons, we have got so many examples. For example, just like there is some stock of petroleum and they got information that from petroleum they can run on cars without horse. So, manufacture millions of cars and spoil the whole oil. This is recklessness. And when it is finished, then they'll cry. 

And it will be finished. 

This is going on. Recklessness. Just as reckless boy, father has left some property, use it, use it. As soon as you get. The sooner it is finished, that's all. That is recklessness. There is some strength in the body, and as soon as he gets a little taste of sex life, "Oh, spend it, spend it," whole energy spent. The brain becomes vacant. This is recklessness. Beginning from twelfth year, by the thirty year, everything finished. Then he's impotent. In our childhood--in our childhood means, say, eighty years ago, or say, a hundred years ago--there was no motorcar. And now, wherever you go, in any country, you see thousands and millions of car. This is recklessness. Hundreds years ago they could do without motorcar, and now they cannot live without a car. In this way, unnecessarily, they're increasing bodily or material necessities of life. This is recklessness. And the leaders will say, "Stop this nonsense, come to Kåñëa consciousness," nobody will care. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm uru-dämni baddhäù. This is called blind leader leading blind followers. They do not know that both of them are bound up by the strict, stringent laws of nature. (break) ...how the laws of nature is working. They are completely in ignorance. They do not know. This is modern civilization. The laws of nature must work in its own way. You care for it or do not care for it, that is your business, but the laws of nature will work. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù. But these rascals, they do not know how the laws of nature will work. They are endeavoring artificially for, foolishly, to overcome the laws of nature. This is science, rascal's science, which is impossible, but they are trying. This is called rascaldom. Stupidity. Do the scientists not say like that? "We are trying to overcome." Rascal, you'll never be able to do that. But this rascaldom is going on. And they're applauding, "Oh, very good, very good, very good." "Oh, you are going to the moon planet." But after all endeavor, the grapes are sour: "It is not useful." That's all. You know the story? The jackal? He tried for the grapes, jumping, jumping, jumping. When it was failure, he said, "Oh, it is useless. It is sour, no use." (laughter) So they are doing like that. The jackals are jumping, that's all. And we can see how these rascals are jumping uselessly. (laughter) So we are warning people not to follow these silly jackals. Be prudent and be Kåñëa conscious. That will make your life successful.

Hari-çauri: You want to go for a walk now, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Yogeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda? This is Ulain. He is from the Ivory Coast in Africa. And he is very sincere, and he is also attempting to start Kåñëa consciousness in Africa in the Ivory Coast.

Prabhupäda: Very good.

Yogeçvara: He had a question for you.

Prabhupäda: First of all, you remain here for some time.
Be trained up.

Because every one of us, we have followed the silly jackals.

Now we have to follow Kåñëa. Janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's advice.
First of all, let your personal life be successful,

then try to do good to others.

The, all over the world, they have simply followed the silly jackals. Now we have to follow Kåñëa. When you are trained up to follow Kåñëa, then our life is successful. Then you can do something. Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja.
We have to follow
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 Kåñëa alone. 

Not all these rascals, silly jackals.

Then our life is successful
Kåñëa can give you all guidance.

In all respective necessities of life, 

there is everything complete.
We haven't got to follow the silly jackals. 

So here is a nice place, you stay here and forget the silly jackals and take to Kåñëa alone or His devotees. Then you can start very nicely a center anywhere. That is the duty of everyone. We should open hundreds and thousands of centers all over the world.

But one who is going to open, he must be first of all trained UP.
Translator: He's wondering, he's convinced about Kåñëa consciousness himself, but he is wondering why in a country or a continent like Africa, which is not so scientifically or technologically developed...

Prabhupäda: There is no need of.

Translator: There is no need. So he is wondering why we only have two temples in Africa. Is it because...

Prabhupäda: Because language difficulty.

Translator: Language difficulty.

Prabhupäda: Otherwise, there is no difficulty. Still, even without language, without talking, if you simply chant Hare Kåñëa, everyone will follow. And give them prasädam, they will take. And that will be good preaching. It doesn't require language or anything. You chant Hare Kåñëa, let them chant Hare Kåñëa, and give them nice prasäda. They will take. That will be good preaching.
But who is chanting, he must be a sincere devotee.

Then his chanting will be effective.

A gramophone machine will not do.
He must be realized, then his chanting will be effective.

Satäà prasaìgän mama vérya-saàvido bhavanti håt-karëa-rasäyanäù kathäù.
He must behave just like a pure Vaiñëava.

Then if he chants, his chanting will be effective.
Just like electricity. If I am surcharged with electricity, I touch, you also become electric. And if he touches, he'll become. But if one is not in touch with electricity, then it will not act. So one must be electrified. Then if he touches somebody, he'll be electrified. If there is no electricity, simply by touching, he'll not do.

Translator: He says that on the Ivory Coast, this country, until he becomes electrified, he knows that the President of the country is very favorable to our movement, he has the Bhagavad-gétä and he thinks that we should open a temple there.

Prabhupäda: Immediately do it. Immediately do it. I am simply explaining the process. But do it immediately, Kåñëa will give you power. If you are sincere, you'll be electrified. There is no doubt. So?

Hari-çauri: Go for a walk?

Devotees: Jaya Prabhupäda. (end)
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Prabhupäda: Very light. In the morning you can give them this puffed grains, then fruits and milk, very good breakfast.
I mean to say all self-dependent. Yes.

We should save time, as much for this purpose,

for chanting, discussing grantha.
Not for any personal so-called c o m f o r t s.

We can sit down anywhere on the grass here, and

whatever available we make our food.

THIS IS THE IDEA.

 Life will be sublime. Man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäm.
T H A T  is real  business. [ ]
Prabhupäda: I think this part is better situated than New Vrindaban, eh? What do you think?

Hari-çauri: This is a lot nicer.

Prabhupäda: New Vrindaban is on the rocks and hills, and this is plain. Therefore situation is better. That New Orleans is also plain land. You have been there? And Pennsylvania is also.

Hari-çauri: Pennsylvania is very good.

Prabhupäda: But it doesn't matter.
Our purpose will be served  anywhere.
So, try to concentrate  in this village organization life.
Full of anxieties, city life. The houses already there, if you repair them nicely then it is a very nice place. They're gradually being repaired.

Bhagavän: Yes. No one is getting any salary here, they are just working and taking...

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's all.

Why salary?
Kåñëa's servant. We are eternal servant.

That is the beauty of our institution.

We have no  hired men.

Unless one is sincere, why he'll work? What is the time now?

Bhagavän: Eight-thirty.

Prabhupäda: I think it is stopped. Just see how beautifully it is colored. This sense, aesthetic sense. Kåñëa knows how it will become beautiful. Svä-bhäviké jïäna-bala-kriyä ca. Construction--eù?--of the flower. And there is no intelligence.

Hari-çauri: Chance.

Prabhupäda: So beat them with shoes and when they protest, "Oh, it is chance, don't mind. It is by chance I am beating." (laughter)

Bhagavän: It seems they are struggling so hard for existence they do not have time to contemplate these simple things, working so hard.

Prabhupäda:

So show the 
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simple example
that  HOW  by SIMPLE LIVING and THINKING of Kåñëa,
one can become  perfect and happy.

Hari-çauri: People's minds are so much agitated by false desire that they can't appreciate anything. Real beauty they overlook, searching for something else.

Prabhupäda: My mother used to make puffed rice at home. So there is special rice available for making puffed rice. Either you can prepare at home or you can purchase in the market, special rice. So she was preparing nice puffed rice, very, very nice. In a sand pot. My mother was always engaged in making some food preparation. Some pickle, some chutney, and this puffed rice, or something else, something else, something else. Besides cooking for the family, she was being assisted by my sisters. Always palatable foodstuff. So many guests were there, and if son-in-law would come, they would specially prepare food for him. To receive guests, give them nice food to eat, prepare nice food for the family, this is the Indian pleasure. They are not very much, nowadays, for upkeep of the home, very... That, in their own way, they keep it very nicely. Every utensils, very cleansed, they are kept ready for use, some cloth. If you go in a poor man's home, but you'll find everything very neat and clean. Ask these gåhasthas to keep their home very neat and clean. Are they keeping?

Bhagavän: Yes. [ ]

Live peacefully, happily, and chant Hare Kåñëa, that's all. [ ]

Bhagavän: Did you get some barley flour?

Prabhupäda: I don't have any.

Hari-çauri: (laughs) We can't make, it's not finely ground enough. We can't make it into cäpäöis. It's just too coarse.

Prabhupäda: You could do one thing. You just smash that and boil with milk.
Hari-çauri: You mean a mortar and pestle?

Prabhupäda: Smash and boil with milk. Don't put sugar. Then I shall put sugar according to my taste. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Chick peas very nutritious. If you simply boil soft, oh, it is very nutritious. A little, so much, is as good as full meal. Next time, if possible, I shall come in June--June, July, August. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Now this place is very nice. The outside, so pleasing, the outdoors.

Bhagavän: I think you are feeling a little better?

Prabhupäda: Yes, little. This facility is nowhere in America, outdoors. [ ]

Prabhupäda: We have got our own mung däl?

Bhagavän: Mung däl. This is the first year we're growing. We have a large patch.

Prabhupäda: Not yet harvested.

Bhagavän: Not yet harvested. But the plants are all very healthy, strong.

Prabhupäda: So in the morning you can give. We have got other mung däl? Soak it, soak it, and raw mung däl also. Ginger and this cucumber.

So organize.

If you have got sufficient place, sufficient scope, let them be trained up very nicely.

If some four, five centers  like this there are in Europe,

the whole face will be changed.
Important places like Germany, France, England. Now we are getting place. I like that place, German, on account of this. It has got scope.

Harikeça: There's no land.

Prabhupäda: That you can acquire, that you can acquire. But building is very nice.

Hari-çauri: We don't own that place, though, do we?

Prabhupäda: Never mind, own or not own. You possess and that's all. You don't own anything. Everything belongs to Kåñëa. Do you think it is, you own this?

Hari-çauri: No, I was thinking in terms of ISKCON.

Prabhupäda: This is all Kåñëa's property. So long He likes, we shall remain. That's all. I know that. (laughs) Just like we entered Bhaktivedanta Manor without any arrangement. I know that so long Kåñëa will like, we shall... If Kåñëa says "Go away," we shall go away, what is that? Why so much legal implication? Everywhere, although we have got big, big buildings, I don't think we own it. It is Kåñëa's. So long He likes, we shall remain there, if He doesn't like, we shall go away. What is this? Why you should stress on the proprietorship?

Hari-çauri: No, I was just thinking in terms of the karmés.

Prabhupäda: They are not proprietor.

Harikeça: Would you like that tomatoes and cucumber and...?

Prabhupäda: Yes, bring. Mänasa deho geho jo kichu mor arpiluì tuwä pade nanda-kiçora. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. "Whatever I have got, it is all Yours." Änukülyasya saìkalpa. Whatever is favorable, take it, that's all. Änukülyena kåñëa-anuçélanaà bhaktir uttamä. This is? What is that, apple?
Devotee (1): Apple, cucumber. The apples are not fresh, Çréla Prabhupäda, from the tree, because those apples you saw yesterday were just for cooking. They're very sour...

Bhagavän: They have eating apples. We have eating apples.

Devotee (1): They're sour, too sour. Just for cooking.

Bhagavän: That's fresh cucumber? And our tomato?

Devotee (1): They're a little warm because they've been in the sun all day.
Bhagavän: The peas were good last night?

Prabhupäda: Very good, but I could not digest them. That is my fault, but, oh, it was so nice palatable. Chick peas, chick peas, grow fresh.

Eat very nicely, keep strong,

drink milk, chant Hare Krsna. Bas.
Don't depend on this outside work and then gradually become debauch, thief, rogues, prostitutes. Is that civilization? They cannot imagine that the modern civilization can go without all these things. Do they not? Slaughterhouse, brothel, cheating, diplomacy, roguery, drinking--without this, no civilization.
We are quite opposed.

We want to show it is possible, yes.

You can stop all this nonsense and

still you go on as a perfect civilized man.
With  character, knowledge, satisfaction, 

everything.

They are trying to gather knowledge by sending so many machines up to date. We have already got. We say you cannot go there, you are simply wasting your time. We have got so much knowledge. No, you can attempt, just like a monkey, that's all right. But our verdict is already there. You cannot go there. Ten years before I said this moon excursion is simply childish and waste of money in my Easy Journey to Other Planets. I am not a scientist, but how I dared to say? Because I know, I have got full knowledge. That is the difference. Without becoming scientist, we can give our verdict. Veda-pramäëam. (Prabhupäda is eating)

Umm, better give this fresh fruit. Don't bring all rotten.
In the market you cannot get fresh. All three hundred years old.

Anything fresh, that is full of vitamin. Grow fresh, take fresh.

In India there is no system to purchase three-hundred-years-old bread and eat. It must be freshly made. Wife is preparing in the simple oven, husband is eating, children are eating. You know Yaçodämäyé calling Kåñëa? "Come back! Your father is waiting!" You remember this? That is Indian system. The father and the children, they sit down, mother will bring fresh däl, rice and cäpäöi, and distribute, and they eat. We used to do that. Along with father we shall sit down for eating, separately. There was no need of table--on the ground. And mother will distribute, cook. No servant; mother personally, wife personally.

Bhagavän: In the Kåñëa book you describe that in Kåñëa's palace there were so many beautiful maidservants, but Rukmiëé chose to fan Kåñëa personally.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Still, in Indian family system, when the husband comes from office, the wife takes care immediately. Even in these days. That is, at least, a manifestation of faithfulness. [ ]

Prabhupäda: The cucumber cutting, there is a process. I'll show you. Sometimes cucumber is bitter. By that process it can be avoided.

Harikeça: You mean chop the top and you go...

Prabhupäda: Ah, yes. That's all right.

Devotee (1): This is bitter?

Prabhupäda: We tasted one piece. Yes, little bitter.

Bhagavän: When they work in the fields, we have speakers all over the land, and they hear you chanting all day long.

Prabhupäda: Very good. This should be arranged with lemon juice. If you have got these fruits, there is no need of purchasing. [ ]

So, if you grow more, and offer fruits to the Deity in the evening, and this will be very nice. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, everything is nice. In the morning also you give me fresh fruit and that milk and medicine, that's all. And when I'm (indistinct), someday we can take puri and... (end)

Morning Walk                                  August 8, 1976, Tehran
Prabhupäda: ...that this body which we are taking so much care, will leave automatically when the time is finished. And I'll have to accept another body. Useless. The body, which I am taking so much care, will leave me. I'll not have to say, "Body, you leave me," but the body will leave me. When my period... Just like the house rented under lease, and as soon as the lease is over you have to vacate that house, or forcibly the house owner will oblige you to vacate. So what is the use of becoming so much attached to the body? What is the answer?

Nava-yauvana: There is no use.

Prabhupäda: Every one of us, we are attached to the body, and on account of being attached to the body the material activities are going on. These motorcars are running, karmés are going here and there, what is the purpose? To maintain the road? Divasa çaréra-säje. Miche nida-baçe gelo re räti divasa çaréra-säje. The body is given rest at night to revive, and daytime the activities for the matter of maintaining the body. But despite my all endeavor to maintain this body, it will not stay. It will give up my company and I'll have to accept another. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù. So Bali Mahäräja says "What is the use of such endeavor?" Therefore big, big saintly persons, they do not care for the body. Lie down anywhere. But they are very serious about spiritual advancement. And people in general, they are interested in maintaining the body. It is not that we should be neglectful to the body. That example is also there. Just like we require fruits and flowers. So if we neglect the tree, there will be no fruits and flower. If we cut the tree, it will dry up and there will be no fruits and flowers. The fruits and flowers, this human body, the fruits and flowers mean self-realization.

Evening Conversation          August 8, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Ätreya Åñi: This is a drink, Çréla Prabhupäda, made of some melon, different melon.

Prabhupäda: This is also local?
Ätreya Åñi: Yes, that is very local. Is that sweet, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: No, it is nice.

Ätreya Åñi: It can become very sweet. Sometimes it is very, very sweet.

Prabhupäda: Very nice. So, very nice. Like bael. In India, like bael. So nice fruits.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. You have got any fruit tree in the garden?
Ätreya Åñi: Some pear trees, some apple.

Prabhupäda: Peach? No.

Ätreya Åñi: No. We used to have a cherry tree, but it died. We also have a pomegranate.

Evening Darçana            August 9, 1976, Tehran

Prabhupäda: Here also you can do, but Atreya Åñi thinks separate building. He thinks like that.

Nandaräëé: He wants a separate place. Because it is difficult for all of us to do two things. It's very..., it's just very difficult. So having two places would mean we could have one run like a temple and one run like a home. If many devotees come here and wear old clothes and live... Devotees, sometimes they want to dress in old clothes, they want to be very strict, they want to be very austere, but when the businessmen come and they see a devotee with shaved head and old rags on, then they think...

Prabhupäda: Shocked...

Nandaräëé: Yes. "What is this?" you know. So, but at the same time we don't want to always dress very nicely, we want to be devotees.

Prabhupäda: We must be clean.
Nandaräëé: Clean, yes.

Prabhupäda: The dress is not important-cleanliness.
Hari-çauri: You can dress in karmé clothes and still be very strict Vaiñëava.

Nandaräëé: Here we wear mostly street clothes, like the Iranians, suits and dresses.

Prabhupäda: Just like he is not well dressed, but anyone who will see, he'll immediately find he's cleansed. That is wanted. 
Cleansed dress. Dress is not important. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Yes. That is very important thing. That is important, yes. But love means two persons, there is exchange. Giving something, taking something, feeding something and to eat something, and speaking everything, no secrecy, and to know everything of the other person. When these things are transacted, then there is love. Dadäti pratigåhëäti bhuìkte bhojayate caiva guhyam äkhyäti påcchati. If I love you and if I have got some secrecy, I don't disclose to you, that is not perfect love. I must deal with you open-hearted, you must deal with me open-hearted, then there is love. This is one of the basic principles. I shall invite you to eat with me and I shall accept your invitation to eat with me. I shall give you some presentation, you shall give me some presentation. In this way love develops. So if you want to love Kåñëa, God, then these things must be there. Otherwise, where there is question of love? To appreciate God is great, that is not love. That is simply appreciation. But when we actually give everything to God and take everything from Him, you talk with Him of your mind, He talks with you. You give Him to eat and whatever He gives you eat. In this way there is question of love. Simply appreciation of the greatness of God, that is good, in God consciousness, but that is not love. The love stage is different.

Ali: How can one understand God's love?

Prabhupäda: This is the process, I've described. We have got Deity of the Lord, we offer foodstuff prepared very nicely, and whatever leftover is there, we eat. We dress very nicely with flowers, with ornaments; we give Him a nice place to sit down, to sleep. He also looks after our comfort. In this way, exchange of love.

Room Conversation                        Tehran, August 10, 1976

Prabhupäda: You have got your food, you PRODUCE your foodgrain and you eat.

Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä, whatever He has designated, you eat like that.

You are human being, you can produce food.

You grow foodstuffs,

rice, wheat, fruit, flowers, vegetables.

THAT  is  allowed. 
[Ed: i.e. buying foodstuffs from the STORE is NOT allowed or suitable for offering in sacrifice in the current situation as machines are used in agricultural production instead of the bulls. Bulls are automatically rendered unwanted, useless, destined for neglect and premature death or slaughter as are cows after milk production. 
Non devotees unnecessarily kill so many living entities in the process of such ugra karma farming. 
The first instruction of dharma given by the Lord in the Bhagavad gita is in the third chapter where He traces out the sin in eating (elsewhere He also mentions that eating for oneself is sinful). 
Everyone has to work to eat and subsist, and that work should be done as a sacrifice to Lord Visnu, otherwise it will bind us to repeated birth and death. 
Rain is required for the cultivation of grains, which come about by the sacrifice born of the four varnas cooperatively subsisting on the primary necessity of life (food) in exchange for performing their duty. 
Brahmanas (qualified according to the Bhagavad gita and sastra)  learn and teach sastra including training up the four varnas (secondary schooling as gurukula is for primary)  performing sacrifices, worshiping the Deity etc. and giving in charity the excess of foodstuffs which they have received (usually charity from the ksatriyas and vaisyas) generally in the form of prasadam. 

Ksatriyas risk their lives to give protection to citzens including the vaisyas, their property and livelihood in exchange of one sixth or one quarter tax of their production upon which they must live; keeping excess in granaries for the citizens in times of need. 
Vaisyas perform their duty on the land given to them by ksatriyas to protect and engage the bull in agricultural activities, the cows for milk production and distribution.
Those who cannot, are unwilling, or incapable of being trained up in the other three varnas perform their duty as sudras by obediently assisting them without usurping their livelihoods, satisfied being sumptiously fed in exchange. They may also engage in producing other secondary necessities such as from blacksmithing, weaving of cloth etc to barter those for foodstuffs from others.
Householders perform sacrifices such as panca yajna (panca suna) to counteract the sin incurred in the five slaughterhouses of the home (the water pot, broom, cooking fire  (hearth) , grinding stone and mortar. In our situation that is mainly done by preparing and offering the above produced foodstuff to the Deity and distributing to any guests, family menbers and dependents including servile sudras.

In times of distress, emergency or in Kali yuga (such as at present when there are no qualified vaiyas) brahmanas who are performing all their duties such as sacrifices (Deity worship and prasadam distrubution) may do vaisya work; sudras should help and actually hold the plough. 

They should relinquish that duty as soon as there are qualified vaisyas  trained and competent to engage the bulls for agricultural production taking complete responsibility for protecting them, the cows and their calves for their whole lives.

The whole idea of the Vedic way of life is to reduce the sin incurred in our way of living, especially with regards to the food production, so that the result of such production is offerable to the Lord. Then one can then become more attached to devotional service and gradually develop our love for the Lord.

“My dear Arjuna, a man who does not follow this prescribed Vedic system of sacrifice certainly leads a life of sin, for a person delighting only in the senses lives in vain.” Bg 3.16 ]

why should you kill an animal? (Ed: by NOT producing food and MILK ourselves?)
And offer IT to Kåñëa, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam.

He never says that "You give Me an animal." Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam.
SO YOU  PRODUCE  patram  puñpaà phalam, 
and

 HYPERLINK  \l "whatHEWANTS" 
 offer  to  Krsna, 

and THEN take. 

(Ed: after offering WHAT YOU PRODUCE, which is what Srila Prabhupada says KRSNA wants to take)

Dayänanda: In our experience we have no understanding how this can be practical, because we think that meat is good for our strength. How can we be strong?

Prabhupäda: No. Therefore you are not human being, you are animal. 

If you cannot produce your food, uncivilized animals, 

they cannot produce their food. 

But you are given the chance of becoming human being,

if you cannot produce your food,

if you do not know how to cook food, how to offer it,

then you are not human being.

You are animal.

Evening Darsan                       Teheran, August 11, 1976

Nandaräëé: This saìkalpa-vikalpa is there as long as we have our independence, though. Even as devotees, that accepting and rejecting? That is there even in devotees.

Prabhupäda: A devotee, because a nondevotee has become a devotee, he is practicing how to simply accept Kåñëa's orders. But by his previous habit he's still engaged in "do it" and "don't do it." That is his previous habit. Just like this fan is running. You take out the switch, the current is stopped, but it's still running, at least three, four rounds. So similarly, if you have taken to Kåñëa consciousness, your, that current of "do it" or "do not," is stopped. Because you have agreed to do only what Kåñëa says. If you have actually decided like that, then you are free. There is no more current of "do it" or "not do it." But because you were habituated in your past life to this "do it" or "not do it," sometimes it is found. But that is... Therefore Kåñëa says,

api cet suduräcäro

bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk

sädhur eva sa mantavyaù

samyag vyavasito hi saù

He has got little practice of these nonsense things. But if he sticks to Kåñëa consciousness, this will be stopped very soon. That is the only remedy.

So a devotee means he has taken vow before the spiritual master, before the fire, before...

If he sticks to his principle, then he's free. Even though some bad habits found due to his past behavior. That will be stopped. But he must stick. Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk. That must stick. Kåñëa consciousness must continue. Everything will be corrected. And if there is slackness in Kåñëa consciousness, then again he'll fall down. That I was telling this morning, that if you have determination, mäyä will put forward so many impediments, and with all sufferings, if he remains determined in Kåñëa consciousness, then life is success. A man is habituated to smoke. He has given up, has promised no more smoking. Just like our students. Now he's put amongst some friends, they are smoking. But he has bad habit, he's thinking, "Why not smoke?" And if the friends offer, "It is friends. Who is going to see, your spiritual master." "Yes." That is possible. But if he comes to his sense again, "Oh, what I have done?" If he repents, "I promised it before my spiritual master, before God, before fire. Now I'm doing this?" that repentance will help him. And if he thinks that "I'm doing it. My spiritual master is not here, let me fall to it," then he is finished. Then he is finished. If he repents for the wrong he has done, then he's excused. Otherwise finished.

Hari-çauri: Is there any limit to the number of chances that he has?

Prabhupäda: Yes, there is limit.

Once, twice, thrice.

If you make four times, then it is extricated:

"Get out rascal, cheating." [ ]

Janame janame sabe pitä mätä päya, kåñëa guru nähi mile bhaja...(?) Every birth you'll get a father, mother. Because without father, mother, there is no question of birth. But not in every birth you'll get Kåñëa and guru. That is in this birth. Birth you can have. But to have Kåñëa and guru, that is this birth. So utilize it properly. Janame janame saba pitä mätä päya, kåñëa guru nähi mile bhaja... Very nice. That chance you'll not get. You'll get body, you'll get eyes, you'll get ear, you'll get father, you'll get mother, you'll get food, you'll get sex, you'll get defense, everything you'll get. Tathä dehäntara. But not this chance, kåñëa guru nähi mile bhaja. You'll not get Kåñëa and guru. This is the difference. How nice verse it is. Everything you'll get, but you'll not get this. How nice it is. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù, another body you'll get. Another body you'll get means you will get all bodily facilities. There is no scarcity between this body and that body. But only scarcity is that in other body you'll not get Kåñëa and guru. We have to remember this.

Jïänagamya: It is stated in the Bhägavatam that once in every structure of the universe, every living entity gets the opportunity to have guru and Kåñëa and very, very nice situation. He gets that opportunity.

Prabhupäda: That I am speaking, that this is the only chance of Kåñëa, guru, and if he neglects this chance, then tanwan sthito hi ga(?). 

What is the loss more than that? 

We are simply calculating loss and gain. Just imagine what is the loss by misusing this human form of body. 

If you want to spoil this life under the influence of misleaders, you can do it. 

But if you prefer to take the sense of following leadership of Kåñëa, then our life... Mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. That comes mäm ekam, ekam-- then your life is successful. Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù: "I'll give you protection in all respects." So if we don't take this opportunity, then we are cutting our own throat. Do it, you can do it. Who can save you? [ ]

Nandaräëé: Kåñëa was speaking to Arjuna, and Arjuna had real intelligence, but nowadays if someone tries to consider Kåñëa's instructions and deliberate fully and make some decision, he always makes the wrong decision.

Prabhupäda: No, therefore he has to accept spiritual master to guide him. 

Just like simply by reading books you do not become educated. 

You go to school and read before the teacher. Then you'll understand. 

You cannot become a medical man by purchasing books from the market and reading at home. You must go to the medical college. Tad vijïänärthaà sa gurum eväbhigacchet. 

Not only reading, but you go to the person who is actually realized. Tad viddhi praëipätena paripraçnena sevayä. Everything is there. 

You cannot understand individually. That is not possible. 

If you are extraordinarily  intelligent, you can do that. 

That is exception. 

But ordinarily it is not possible. 

Therefore the spiritual master is there. He'll guide you. 

What is that?

Ätreya Åñi: This is watermelon, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: You are giving all of them?

Ätreya Åñi: Yes, it's from our garden(?).

Prabhupäda: Give me one piece. 

For any intelligent man, Bhagavad-gétä is perfect knowledge. 

There is no doubt about it. But unfortunately most men are rascals. That is the difficulty. Otherwise, there is perfect instruction. There is no doubt about it. How can I deny? God is speaking personally.
Morning Walk                              Teheran, August 12, 1976

Prabhupäda:

Our plan should be to accept Kåñëa's plan,  that's all.

Approved, authorized plan. 

That is very easy.
Take any words of Kåñëa, it is very easy. 

What is your problem, first of all? 

Just consider, whether Kåñëa answers it. 

First of all, propose what is your problem.

Hari-çauri: Well, my problem is that I have to have somewhere to live and I have to get something to eat.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that Kåñëa's solves. 

Yes, Kåñëa says annäd bhavanti bhütäni: produce food grains. 

You have to work because it is material world. You cannot sit idly. Even if you are a very strong tiger, you don't expect that animals will come and enter your mouth. You have to work for it. This is the world. Na hi suptasya siàhasya praviçanti mukhe mågäù. Suppose a lion... He's the king of the forest. And if he says, "It is my order, I'll sleep here and all the animals may come in my mouth." The animals will urine on his face. "Yes, we shall pass urine on your face. We are not going to accept your order." You have to work. Practical, everyone has to work. This is the third nature. Avidyä karma-saìga. Because here everyone is under ignorance, the punishment is he has to work for his living condition. Work is not very pleasing. It is very troublesome. But he has to. Avidyä karma-saìga. You have to work. Therefore we see practically that countries who are working very diligently, they are materially prosperous. Europe, America, they work very diligently, hard, and they have got material prosperity. 

And the Eastern countries, they are not working, 

intelligent. 

From material point of view. From spiritual point of view that is another thing.

Hari-çauri: So all I have to do is just make some working arrangement.

Prabhupäda: No, that work is recommended. 

Your question is how Kåñëa is giving you instruction. 

Just like food, Kåñëa says annäd bhavanti bhütäni. 

You produce anna. 

Kåñëa never said that you produce tire tubes. Never says.

Hari-çauri: But the same example, in the West, we weren't so materially prosperous until we started industrialism. The prosperity was not there until we started our big factories.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Just like in India, there was no industry at all. Until the British period, there was no industry. Not a single. Even in Muhammadan period there was no industry, and they were happy. There was no industry. The Muhammadans also did not know how to start industry. It is Western imported, larger scale industry. 
Cottage industry was there.

Hari-çauri: Such a high standard of living, that was not available to as many people as there is now.

Prabhupäda: What is that higher standard? When there was no industry, in India, there was full of gold, jewelries. And now there is plastic.

Harikeça: Yes, but now there's TV.

Prabhupäda: TV, yes.

Harikeça: How can you enjoy without TV?

Prabhupäda: Yes, how can you waste your time?
Nava-yauvana: Their reason, they say, is because we have to work so hard all day, then we have to try to forget, watch the television.

Prabhupäda: Why should you work? If you have to forget, why should you take such nonsense things that you have to forget again? Why not chant Hare Kåñëa? Even the child does not forget. He's chanting. 

Take such things that you'll enjoy. The more you do not forget, you more enjoy. 
Why should you take up something that you have to forget? This is rascal.

Nava-yauvana: Karmés cannot understand.

Prabhupäda: There is a story like this. A man is sitting. His friend came, "Why you are sitting idly?" "What shall I do?" "Work." "Why shall I work?" "You'll get money." "What shall I do with the money?" "Then you'll be able to sit peacefully and eat." "I'm doing that. I'm already doing that." I'm peacefully sitting and eating. Why shall I go and work? If that is the ultimate end, that I shall peacefully sit down and eat, I am doing that. Why shall I go and work?
Harikeça: What about when it gets cold?

Prabhupäda: That you again "if." You are bringing some condition. 

For the present time, sitting very peacefully and haven't got to work. 

Why you are insisting me to work? 

If this is the goal, to sit peacefully and eat, I'm doing that.

Hari-çauri: But I want more than that; it's boring. I want more.

Prabhupäda: Boring?

Hari-çauri: It's very boring just to sit and eat all the time.

Prabhupäda: No, no, that boring for the rascal. Otherwise, one who is intelligent, he's enjoying.

Harikeça: Yes, but I mean definitely it will get cold. There's no question that "maybe if." It definitely it will get cold.

Prabhupäda: Cold you will get both ways, whether you work or not.

Harikeça: No, no, because when I work I have a nice house and I got a heater, then it's warm. If I didn't work I wouldn't have my heater, and it gets to be zero...

Prabhupäda: And when there will be no electricity, you will be frozen.

Harikeça: Well, I have my gas heater.

Nava-yauvana: We have experience sometimes the heater breaks and there's even more anxiety.

Hari-çauri: Then there's always a coal fire as well.

Prabhupäda: Such kind of argument can be counteracted by so many other argument.

Harikeça: We just see practically that we're enjoying life. We can't...

Prabhupäda: Enjoy life means... Even the industrialists, they go to the remote village and have a peaceful house there. That is the anxiety, how I shall live peacefully. The poorer class, the workers, they live in the city, and the capitalist, he goes to a different place.

Jïänagamya: Våndävana, they came to Våndävana, those Indian industrialists. They were so nervous, always like this, "Who is here? Who is also here? Should I talk to him about business." Very nervous.

Hari-çauri: But variety is the spice of life.

Prabhupäda: Variety, there are qualities of varieties. Just like we enjoy varieties prasädam, and there is variety in the brothel also. Two qualities of variety. Variety is good, that's all right.

Hari-çauri: Well, sometimes we want to sit in a garden like this and sometimes we like to be inside, and other times we like to go out to the movies.

Prabhupäda: I don't go out. We do not go to the movies or to the restaurant. It is different taste. Therefore it is calculated three kinds of men--sättvika, räjasika, tämasika--their tendencies are different.

Nava-yauvana: Karmés can't understand why a devotee doesn't want to go to the cinema.

Prabhupäda: So many things--they do not smoke, they do not drink, they do not go to cinema.

Hari-çauri: We're as good as dead. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: What happens with all these people who, like for example, myself, I can't live on a farm?
Prabhupäda: Eh?

Harikeça: I can't live on a farm.

Prabhupäda: That does not make you, what is called, unfit. You can do something like that.

Harikeça: I mean I was born in a city, raised in a city, and feel very good when I'm in a city, but when I'm on a farm, I'm very disturbed.

Prabhupäda: Räjasika, you have got räjasika. So that means your mode of nature is räjasika. There are three kinds of--sättvika, räjasika, tämasika.
Harikeça: But what are we going to do with all these kind of people?
Prabhupäda: That is already there, three kinds of propensities. Sättvika, räjasika, tämasika. 

So you belong to the räjasika, that's all. 

So it can be conquered by sättvika.
Hari-çauri: So we should all aim towards leaving the cities. If everyone becomes sättvika...
Prabhupäda: That tendency is there, why these bungalows are here? They do not like to live in the city. They are paying so high rent. Why? The inner tendency is to live like this, with trees, with lawn. (to passerby:) Hare Kåñëa, thank you. (end)

Morning Walk                            August 12, 1976, Tehran

And Arjuna accepted, "Whatever You are saying, it is all reasonable." Sarvam etad åtaà manye [Bg. 10.14]. 

"Whatever you have said, I accept in toto." 

There is no cut short, "I don't like this, I don't accept this." 

No, EVERYTHING, sarvam etad.

Room Conversation                      August 16, 1976, Bombay

Acyutänanda: Even in Kåñëa book räsa-lélä should not be told in public.

Prabhupäda: No, why? Kåñëa book must be there, in the book must be there.

Acyutänanda: But in public...

Prabhupäda: But you should go gradually. You should go gradually. 

You first of all understand Kåñëa, (Ed: by following the Bhagavad Gita)

then kåñëa-lélä. 

If you have not understood Kåñëa, then you'll think Kåñëa's räsa-lélä is just like we mix with young women. And that becomes as polluted. Because they do not understand Kåñëa. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye yatatäm api siddhänäm. Kåñëa understanding so easy? If you do not understand Kåñëa how can you go to the Kåñëa's confidential activities?

Acyutänanda: Some of the devotees, they said that it is for liberated souls. So they said, "Well, we are all liberated."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Liberated for going to hell.

Devotee: In your Kåñëa book, Çréla Prabhupäda, you've given such clear explanations along with the stories of Kåñëa that it's very difficult to misinterpret, because you use such clear explanation.

Prabhupäda: No, you read all the books first of all. Then you'll be able to understand.

Yaçomaténandana: Even theoretical understanding that Kåñëa is transcendental will not help unless one...

Prabhupäda: Because Kåñëa will lift, samaste, Kåñëa lifted the hill. Now how you can become equal with Kåñëa?

Devotee: Çréla Prabhupäda, what about if some devotees, I know they want to come to Våndävana...

Prabhupäda: EVERY devotee, 

they must follow the rules and regulations, THAT’S ALL.

Devotee: And engage in practical service to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Guru-mukha-padma-väkya cittete kariyä aikya ära nä kariha mane äçä. Has he taken order from Guru Mahäräja that "I am going to jump over Rädhä-kuëòa"? Why does he go? Daily singing, guru-mukha-padma-väkya cittete, ära nä kariha. Why should he desire like that?

Gopäla Kåñëa: There are some devotees who always want...

Prabhupäda: They are not devotees. Rascals. Don't say "some devotees."

Devotees will hear: guru-mukha-padma-väkya cittete kariyä aikya ära nä kariha mane.
Acyutänanda: They also wear the Rädhä-kuëòa mäöi, tilaka.
Prabhupäda: There is no harm, but they should understand what is Rädhä-kuëòa and how to deal with Rädhä-kuëòa. Raghunätha däsa Gosvämé showed how to live in Rädhä-kuëòa. Saìkhyä-pürvaka-näma-gäna-natibhiù kälävasäné-kåtau. He was circumambulating Rädhä-kuëòa, falling down, making a mark. That is Rädhä-kuëòa väsé. Saìkhyä-pürvaka-näma-gäna-natibhiù. Not only counted holy names, but offering obeisances so many hundred times in... That is Rädhä-kuëòa. He, so much vairägya he showed. He can take bath in the Rädhä-kuëòa. First of all, do this like Raghunätha däsa Gosvämé. Saìkhyä-pürvaka-näma-gäna-natibhiù kälävasäné-kåtau nidrähära-vihärakädi-vijitau cätyanta-dénau ca yau.
Yaçomaténandana: In other words, first one should understand Bhagavad-gétä. Then gradually the First Canto of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Then ultimately Caitanya-caritämåta. Without that, simply taking Caitanya-caritämåta...
Prabhupäda: Yes. Bhagavad-gétä is the entrance. (sarva DHARMAN parityaya)
(Ed: FIRST follow this i.e just try to learn the truth by accepting the instructions in toto of the spiritual master including learning the varnas and organizing ourselves into varnasrama to subsist on the products of cow and bull protection AS WELL AS the basic program of rising early, chanting MINIMUM 16 rounds daily WITHOUT FAIL and STRICTLY follow the foundational rules and regulations etc.)

THEN Bhägavata is graduate (Make Vrndavana: kamam vavarsa parjanya)

and Caitanya-caritämåta... (kirtaniya sada harih) 

This  is the step by step. 

But if one is sincere  everything becomes revealed. 

He does not commit mistake.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Some devotees, especially in Våndävana, who will always try to run to Hardwar, Jagannätha Puré, always parikrama of holy places.

Prabhupäda: It is good to go to holy places.

Acyutänanda: They go independently.

Yaçomaténandana: Unauthorized.

Acyutänanda: They go more to avoid service than to become purified.

Gopäla Kåñëa: But there's no harm if they just...

Prabhupäda: You see you can become independent, nobody can check you. Everyone is independent. Yathecchasi tathä kuru. But one who wants to be regulated, he has to surrender. That is voluntary. Otherwise, everyone is free to do whatever he likes.

And  those who are  surrendered souls, 

they will wait for  the  instruction of guru 

and do accordingly.

That is the proper... guru-mukha-padma-väkya cittete kariyä aikya ära nä kariha.
That is wanted.

Otherwise, everyone can remain independent. All living beings are independent. Even if I say that you do not do it, you are independent, you can do it. Even Kåñëa gives independence to Arjuna. Yathecchasi tathä kuru. "I have told you everything. Now you do whatever you like." So that depends on the candidate. Everyone is free to do anything, but if he's actually serious then he has to do guru-mukha-padma-väkya cittete ära nä kariha. This is...

Acyutänanda: What prompts the soul to misuse his independence or improperly use...?

Prabhupäda: Because he has got little independence. Yathecchasi tathä, he has got this.

Acyutänanda: Why do some misuse it and some never misuse it?

Prabhupäda: That depends on him. If one is determined that "I shall only act according to the advice of my Guru Mahäräja," then he's perfect. One has to submit like Arjuna said, çiñyas te 'haà çädhi mäà prapannam. Otherwise he'll argue.

Devotee: Even nitya-siddha has guru.

Yaçomaténandana: Even the liberated soul, nitya-siddha.
Prabhupäda: Liberated soul never says that "I am liberated." As soon as he says "liberated," he's a rascal. A liberated soul will never say that "I am liberated." That is liberated. Caitanya Mahäprabhu, He is God--guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsan. "My Guru Mahäräja saw Me a fool number one, and he has chastised Me." He's God. This is the example. 

If one remains always a servant ever-lastingly of guru, 

THEN he is liberated. 

And as soon as he thinks that he is liberated, he's a rascal. That is the teaching of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Guru more mürkha dekhi'. Caitanya Mahäprabhu is mürkha? Why He's posing Himself that mürkha? "I am fool number one." That means that is liberation. You must be ready always to be chastised by guru. Then he's liberated. And as soon as he thinks that "I am beyond this chastisement, I am liberated," he's a rascal. Why Caitanya Mahäprabhu says guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsan? 

This is sahajiyä-väda. 

He is thinking, "Oh I have become liberated.

I don't require any direction of my guru. 

I'm liberated." 

Then he's rascal.

WHY  this  Gaudiya  Matha   failed?

Because they tried to become 

more  than guru. 

He, before passing away, he GAVE ALL DIRECTION
and never said that "This man should be the next äcärya." But these people, just after his passing away they began to fight, 

who shall be äcärya. 

That is the failure. 
They never thought, "Why Guru Mahäräja
gave  us  instruction  SO MANY THINGS,
why he did not say that this man should be äcärya?"

They wanted to create artificially somebody äcärya
and everything failed.

They did not consider even with common sense that if Guru Mahäräja wanted to

appoint somebody as äcärya, why did he not say?

He said so many things, and this point he missed? The “real” point?

And they insist upon it.

They declared some unfit person to become äcärya.
Then  another man came, 

then another, äcärya,   another äcärya.
So  better  remain  a foolish person
perpetually  to  be   directed   by   Guru Mahäräja. 

That is perfection.

And as soon as he learns the Guru Mahäräja is dead,

"Now I am so advanced that I can kill my guru and I become guru."

Then he’s finished.

Yaçomaténandana: They kept fighting, and when the real äcärya emerged they all became wonderstruck. They all became baffled. Now they all know in their hearts. They all know it. I can see. They all know that who is real äcärya.

Gopäla Kåñëa: The real äcärya emerges by his own preaching?

Devotee: Yes. (devotees offer obeisances)

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (end)

Pradyumna: "It was by Droëäcärya's mercy that you learned the military art of throwing arrows and the confidential art of controlling weapons."

This is also another Vedic civilization, that if you are benefited by somebody, you should always remain obliged to him. Çikñito yad-anugrahät. There is one Bengali proverb, guru-mära-vidyä. 

"Guru, you learn from him first of all, then kill him. Don't care for guru." 

This is demonic. 

By the grace of guru you learn something. Then when you learn something, then you become greater than him, don't care for guru. This is demonic. Even if you have learned something, you must feel always obliged, ataù padarçayat(?). [ ]

Prabhupäda: So there is nothing especial to be explained. 

The only important part of this verse is, that don't learn guru-mära-vidyä. 

Even if you become more learned that your guru, you should not exhibit it before your guru. You should always remain a fool number one. Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu showed Himself by His example. Guru more mürkha dekhi 'karila çäsana [Cc. Ädi 7.71]. 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu was not mürkha, 

but He has taught us that before guru, we shall always remain a mürkha. 

That is advancement. 

Not that "I know more than guru. I don't care for guru. Now give me blessing that I can find out some better guru." This nonsense, if you don't find... If your guru is not perfect, then why you are asking blessing to find out another?

So anyway, this guru-mära-vidyä should be avoided. That is the instruction in this verse we can get, and that is the Vedic way. It is not that Draupadé is speaking, but Caitanya Mahäprabhu is also speaking... Caitanya Mahäprabhu was very strict on this point. As soon Vallabhäcärya spoke that "I have written a better comment than Çrédhara Svämé," immediately Caitanya Mahäprabhu become offended. 

He said, "Oh, you have become more than Çrédhara Svämé? You don't care for Svämé?" 

So he remarked immediately, svämé yei jana na mäne veçyara bhitare. That is the system. 

You cannot overrule äcärya. 

Äcärya... Äcäryopäsanam. Äcärya should be always worshiped. Even if you, by ABCD, you have become more learned than the äcärya... That is not possible, but if you foolishly think like that, still, you should not exhibit your foolishness, that you know more than the äcärya. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... By His life example, He has taught us that the more we remain ignorant, foolish before the äcärya, or before the guru, that is more we advance. 

Real success is how one is faithful to his guru. That is real success. 

Yasya deve parä bhaktir yathä deve tathä gurau. It is not by education or grammatical knowledge you can learn anything. No. 

It is by the grace of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. 

And that grace comes down through the grace of guru. 

That grace also does not come directly. We should not be neglecting this point.

Things become revealed by devotion, not by so-called education. No. Ciraà vicinvan. Na cänya eko 'pi ciraà vicinvan, prasäda-leçänugåhéta eva hi [SB 10.14.29]. By little prasäda, satisfaction... In many places these things are stated. Yat käruëya-katäkña-vaibhavavatäà gauram eva stumaù. Käruëya-katäkña. Not complete käruëya, but katäkña, simply little glancing, he becomes so great, kaivalyaà narakäyate tridaça-pür äkäça...

Therefore Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura says, yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. Not that bhagavat-prasäda is achieved by education and grammar. No. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. By the mercy of guru one can achieve. That is just like a common word, "If you love me, love my dog." So you cannot approach Kåñëa without loving His dog, His servant. Satäà prasaìgät. A person who is trying to distribute the message of Kåñëa, he is very, very dear dog of Kåñëa. Na ca tasmän manuñyeñu kaçcin me priya-kåttamaù [Bg. 18.69]. He is very... It doesn't matter how far he is advanced in education, how far he has learned grammar. These are not the things. 

The things is how far he is working to carry out the mission of Kåñëa. 

Then one has to receive Kåñëa's mercy through the bona fide servant. 

Kåñëa cannot be bluffed by so-called education and grammar. 

Kåñëa is not so... Bhaktyä mäm abhijänäti [Bg. 18.55]. He never says "By grammar or by education one can understand." Never says. Bhaktyä mäm abhijänäti yävän yaç cäsmi tattvataù. We should be educated, we should be very careful, but real thing is bhakti. Anyäbhi... Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk, sädhur eva sa mantavyaù [Bg. 9.30]. Api cet su-duräcäraù. Many places it is said. Tad-väg-visargo janatägha-viplavo yasmin prati-çlokam abaddhavaty api [SB 1.5.11]. Even a bhakta writes something which is not very grammatically, rhetorically correct... Tad-väg-visargo janatägha-viplavaù, nämäny anantasya yaço 'ìkitäni yat. But because he has tried to broadcast the glories of the Lord, even not in perfect language, that is his qualification.

tad-väg-visargo janatägha-viplavo

The sädhus, they are not interested about rhetorical or grammatical adjustment. The sädhu wants to see who has spoken. 

If he's a Vaiñëava, then his word will be accepted. 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu strictly prohibits that is one is not a Vaiñëava, 

don't hear from him. 

Avaiñëava-mukhodgérëaà pütaà hari-kathämåtam, çravaëaà naiva kartavyam. "But he's such a learned man," or "He's writes so nicely, correctly." But because he's not Vaiñëava, one should not hear from him. "Why? It is so nicely written." No. Sarpocchiñöaà yathä payaù. Milk is very good food, everyone knows. But as soon as it is touched by the lips of a serpent, it is poison immediately. 
Therefore it is forbidden. 

And one who has no knowledge how to respect guru, how he can become Vaiñëava? 

Chäòiyä vaiñëava-sevä nistära päyeche kebä, Narottama däsa Öhäkura says. 

If you don't become a faithful servant of Vaiñëava, 

there is no possibility of your liberation. 

Chäòiyä vaiñëava-sevä nistära päyecha kebä. Täìdera caraëa-sevi-bhakta-sane väsa, janame janame haya ei abhiläña. This is Narottama däsa Öhäkura's... 

Our determination should be to serve the previous guru and äcärya. 

Evaà paramparä-präptam [Bg. 4.2]. 

That is our determination. Täìdera caraëa-sevi. Our service... 

Not directly Kåñëa. 

Because to serve Vaiñëava is more than serving Kåñëa directly. Mad-bhakta-püjäbhyadhikä [SB 11.19.21]. 

Kåñëa likes that. 

He doesn't accept anyone's service directly. 

That is a gross mistake. 

Therefore Narottama däsa Öhäkura is teaching us... [break] ...trying to become one with Kåñëa or one with the gopés. These are all Mäyäväda philosophy. Täìdera caraëa-sevi. You have to serve the servant of Kåñëa, tad bhåtya däsa-däsa-däsänudäsaù [Cc. Madhya 13.80]. That is the way. Not directly.

So here Draupadé is reminding that, yad-anugrahät çikñito bhavatä: 

"You are neglecting his, satisfying him. 

Do you think if you kill his son he'll be satisfied? 

Maybe his son is a criminal from all points of view; 

still, ultimately, if you kill his son he'll be aggrieved. 

That is natural. That is natural." There was... In Allahabad, it is our practical experience. Two brothers, all of a sudden, they became angry. They fought one another. One brother was killed. The anger is so dangerous. So naturally, in the court he was ordered to be hanged. Then the father appealed to the court that "My one son is already killed, and the other remaining son, if he is also killed, then what will be my condition?" So court considered this proposal, and the boy was ordered to be killed, he was saved. Yes. So this consideration is there even in ordinary way. And actually, these sons were rogues. They fought, one is killed, another is going to be killed. But this old man will be finished. The court considered it, and he was saved. He was not hanged. He was given some long duration of imprisonment. That we have seen. The same thing, the affection is everywhere. So Draupadé is giving the best instruction, that 

"By the mercy of Droëäcärya you have learned this art, 

and now this art you are going to use for killing his son? What is this logic?" 
Very good argument.

A similar argument was given by Duryodhana to Droëäcärya. Droëäcärya and this Draupadé's father, they became inimical. So he got a son, Uttara. No? Anyway, that son was meant for killing Droëäcärya. And at the same time, that son was a student of Droëäcärya in the art of military science. So Duryodhana reminded Droëäcärya that "This son, Viräöa, Viräöa Mahäräja's son, He is meant for killing you, and you have foolishly taught him the military science. Now he's using the military science to kill you." So there are so many instances like that. 

Sometimes this art, guru-mära-vidyä, is done by rascals and fools. 

That should not be done. 

That is instruction from every practical point of view.

Pradyumna: "He (Droëäcärya) is certainly still existing, being represented by his son. His wife Kåpé did not undergo a saté with him because she had a son. O most fortunate one who knows the principles of religion, it is not good for you to cause grief to glorious family members who are always respectable and worshipful."

So, in continuation of the Päëòavas' position in relationship with Droëäcärya, the guru, so many things are being explained by Draupadé. So she is not ordinary woman. She knows everything of the religious principles, and therefore she is teaching the assembly of respectable, learned persons how the spiritual master should be respected. Droëa is also, I mean to say, qualified as bhagavän. Bhagavän Droëa. Anyone who is extraordinarily powerful, he is addressed sometimes as bhagavän. Närada Muni is also sometimes addressed as bhagavän. Lord Çiva is also sometimes addressed as bhagavän. We have explained the different features of bhagavän many times. Aiçvaryasya samagrasya véryasya yaçasaù çriyaù (Viñëu Puräëa 6.5.47). So the Supreme Bhagavän is Kåñëa. Nänyat paratara... Mattaù parataraà nänyat [Bg. 7.7]. There may be so many bhagaväns, but the absolute bhagavän is Kåñëa. Aiçvaryasya samagrasya véryasya. Not samagra, but the Supreme Personality, He is samagra. The others, they have got to certain extent the qualities of bhagavän. In that sense they can be addressed as bhagavän. But they are not samagra. Samagra is, samagra means the complete. That is only attributed to Kåñëa. Nobody else.

Sa eña bhagavän droëaù prajä-rüpeëa vartate. Prajä means offspring, son, daughter also. Prajäyate. One who is born of the father. Without father, there is no possibility, son or daughter. Therefore prajäyate. One who gives birth. And the prajä... Prajä is the product of the body of the father. A son or daughter, they may be different persons, but they belong to the body of the father. Yathä yoni yathä béjam. Father is the béjam. Just like béjam, the seed. The seed is the tree later on. Similarly, the béjam, the seed, is put by the father in the womb of the mother, and as the seed implanted in the earth and taken care of with watering, sprinkling, it grows to a big tree, similarly, the seed is sown in the womb of the mother, and the mother takes care of the seed, and it comes to a big body later on and comes out. This is the process of birth. So in one sense, between the seed and the tree there is no difference. Similarly, the seed of the father and the father, there is no difference. Here it is, prajä-rüpeëa vartate.

So according to Vedic culture, if one woman has got son, she is not considered to be widow. Widow means one who hasn't got husband or husband is dead. So if the husband's representative is there, so, strictly speaking, she is not widow. So prajä-rüpeëa vartate. Again the wife is considered ardhäìginé. I think in English also it is said, "better half." Wife is considered half the body. The left hand side half... Perhaps you have seen the picture that Kåñëa and Rädhäräëé, one body. The left-hand side is Rädhäräëé, right-hand side is Kåñëa. Çréla Jéva Gosvämé has explained this, rädhä kåñëa-praëaya-vikåtir hlädiné-çaktir asmäd ekätmänäv api [Cc. Ädi 1.5]. Rädhä and Kåñëa, They are one, but for pastimes they have become two. Ekätmänäv api bhuvi purä deha-bhedaà gatau tau. Again Rädhä-Kåñëa united, caitanyäkhyaà prakaöam adhunä tad-dvayaà caikyam äptam. So these things are there. So wife is considered better half. Ardhäìginé. So the ardhäìginé is there, and the son is there. In so many ways they are convincing that "Do not think that Droëäcärya is dead and gone." He's (She's) convincing this point. "Droëäcärya is still existing. So killing the son of Droëäcärya means killing Droëäcärya. So do not do this." He's (She's) putting so many arguments.

Then, tad dharmajïa mahä-bhäga bhavadbhir gauravaà kulam. One should act in such a way that it should be glorified in the family. The family consideration is very important in Vedic culture. A family does not mean that only a husband, wife, or a few children. No. Family means the generation. That is Vedic conception. So if something is wrong done by any member of the family, that becomes a scar to the whole family. So she is, from family-wise, she is warning that "Do not do anything which will be a discredit to the whole Päëòava family." Våjinaà närhati präptuà püjyaà vandyam abhékñëaçaù. So the guru and the guru's family, they do not require to be chastised or punished. It has been misused in so many ways. In Bengal... Just like they say nityänanda-vaàça. Coming from Nityänanda. So Nityänanda had one son, Vérabhadra. But Vérabhadra did not marry. So there is no dynasty by semina. By nityänanda-vaàça means by disciplic succession. So sometimes extra advantage was taken as nityänanda-vaàça. But people have got respect for such thing, dynasty. So not only it is now, from time immemorial, guru, guru's dynasty... Even in Mohammedan religion there is such sentiment, Mohammed and his dynasty, Hussain, they are taken very respectfully. So considering all points, the guru's respect must be maintained. This is the sum and substance of the instruction. But there is other opposite instruction also.

If the guru is not in his proper way according to çästra... 

Guru means he must be abiding by the rules and regulation of the çästra. 

Sädhu-guru-çästra. 

Sädhu means one who is obeying the rules and regulation of çästra. 

Çästra must be the medium. Without çästra nothing is acceptable. 

That is spoken by Kåñëa. Tasmäd çästra-vidhänoktaù. Yaù çästra-vidhim utsåjya vartate käma-kärataù [Bg. 16.23]. 

So nobody can transgress the rules and regulation of çästra, 

and what to speak of a guru. 

Guru is äcärya. Acinoti yaù çästräëi. 

One who knows the rules and regulation of the çästra and he teaches his disciple according to the çästra, he is called äcärya. 

So äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän nävamanyeta karhicit [SB 11.17.27]. 

Äcärya should be respected, as Kåñëa says, as good as Kåñëa. 

Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura also said, säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair uktas tathä bhävyata eva sadbhiù. 

Äcärya, guru, is as good as God. Säkñäd-dharitvena. Äcärya should be respected as Kåñëa. 

Therefore äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän nävamanyeta karhicit [SB 11.17.27]. If somebody foolishly thinks that "They are worshiping a man. He's like me, and he has taken the seat, and he's taking worship, respect, from disciples." Sometimes they question like that. But they do not know that how äcärya should be respected. Äcärya should be respected säkñäd-dharitvena, just like God. It is not exaggeration. It is according to the çästra. And äcärya also accepts all these respectful obeisances to carry to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. This is the process. As we receive knowledge from the äcärya, similarly, our activities, the result of activities, is carried by the äcärya to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Äcärya does not accept anything on his own account. Äcärya accepts everything on Kåñëa's account. That is the principle. And because he is representative of Kåñëa, he is dealing on behalf of Kåñëa.

We have got in practical experience. Formerly, in British government, there was viceroy. Vice means in place of and roy means royal king. Viceroy. So this viceroy was respected as the king, as the emperor. That is the process. When he's no longer a viceroy, then he's not respected. But so long he is acting as viceroy... And the rule was that whatever presentation was given to the viceroy he did not accept it personally. It was kept in the state. So these are the process. So guru, äcärya, being representative of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, he should be worshiped. Nävamanyeta... Na martya-buddhyäsüyeta. Never think of envying. As soon as we become envious of the äcärya, there is falldown, immediately. Yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. This is the teaching of Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura. He's also äcärya. Äcärya-paramparä.

So, nävamanyeta karhicit martya-buddhyä. Äcärya should not be considered as ordinary human being. Vaiñëave jäti-buddhir guruñu nara-matiù, arcye viñëau çilä-dhér guruñu nara-matiù. These are the injunction. Näraké. Everyone knows that here is vigraha, Gaura-Nitäi vigraha, Kåñëa-Balaräma vigraha, Rädhä-Kåñëa vigraha. Everyone knows that it was, these vigrahas were ordered from Jaipur and it is now installed. But why people are coming in thousands to see the vigraha? They do not know that it is made of stone? Everyone knows. Maybe one or two may be coming, sentiment. In every temple... Just like Jagannätha Puré everyone knows that Jagannätha is made of wood. Then why lakhs of people are going there to see? Similarly, Bälajé. Everyone knows He's made of stone. But thousands of people are going to see. So this is the system. This is not artificial. This is the system. One... As the vigraha... Vigraha means the form of the Lord. There are eight kinds of the forms of the Lord. They are made of stone, they are made of wood, they are made of jewels, and sometimes they are made of painting, and metal. So many. There are eight. All these vigrahas are to be worshiped. That is mentioned in the çästras. Painting also. If there is painting or even if you think of the form of the Lord within the mind, that is also vigraha. Just like dhyänävasthita-tad-gatena manasä paçyanti yaà yoginaù [SB 12.13.1]. The yogis, they think of Viñëu form within the core of the heart. That is also vigraha. Don't think that is imagination. That is also vigraha. So there are eight kinds of vigrahas, and each and every one of them are as good as the other. Similarly, vigraha of guru is also... Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästraiù. This is the injunction of the çästra. And... "May be in the çästra, but it is not carried." No, it is carried. Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair uktaù, it is said, tathä bhävyata eva sadbhiù. Those who are aware of the çästras...

Just like we have installed the Deity according to çästra. There is nothing imaginary. It is not idol worship. Idol worship is different. Just like in the Western countries they put an idol on the street, on the park, as the resting place of the crows and passing stool on the head. That is idol worship. The so-called statues are installed and without any protection... No. Our worship is not idol worship. This is Deity worship. We construct temple and spend lakhs of rupees to install the Deity. It is not idol worship. Idol worship is different. Therefore it is warned, arcye viñëau çilä-dhéù. If somebody thinks that the vigraha is idol worship... There are so many rascals, they think like that. They are... "Why you are worshiping in the temple?" Amongst the Indians also, the Arya-samajis, they protest against temple worship. But who cares for them? Here in Våndävana, there is Arya-samaji temple. Nobody goes there. But this is a new temple recently started, and thousands of people are coming. Why? All of them are fools and rascals? This is exactly according to the çästra.

And the argument that God is everywhere, why you should go to the temple? And what is this nonsense? If God is everywhere, why not in the temple? But this is their argument, nonsense argument. God is everywhere, but not in the temple. This is their argument. So we do not care. Nobody cares. So many agitators came and gone, but the Vedic process will go on. Let the dogs bark, the caravan will pass. There is no difficulty. So on the whole, this is Vedic civilization, that the vigraha of the Supreme Personality of Godhead accepted as He is present. We should take it that Kåñëa... Actually, this is the fact. As you have read in the Caitanya-caritämåta, there was the Säkñi-Gopäla history, and the two brähmaëas, they promised before the Deity, and later on there was misunderstanding, and the Deity from Våndävana went to bear witness in Orissa more than thousands of miles away. And that Säkñi-Gopäla, witness Gopäla—Säkñé means witness—is still being worshiped in Jagannätha Puré, near. There is a station, Säkñi-Gopäla.

So as the Deity of the Lord, vigraha, should not be considered as made of stone, wood, similarly, guru also should not be accepted as ordinary human being. He should be given all respect as we give to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. That is being explained by even one woman. That is Vedic culture. Draupadé is explaining the importance, and she has said, sa eña bhagavän droëaù. She's quite right when she's accepting Droëa as bhagavän. Sa eña bhagavän droëaù prajä-rüpeëa vartate. And he is present by his prajä. So these things should be taken very seriously instruction. Therefore çrémad-bhägavatam amalaà puräëam. This is pramäëa. Pramäëi-grantha. Pramäëi-grantha means çabda-pramäëa. Çabda-pramäëa, anumäna pramäëa, and anumäna... Just like a sound is going on. One who knows, that's all right. But we can... Hypothesis. We can think that some machine is running on. We may not know what is that machine. So this is anumäna. I'm not seeing the machine, what kind of machine is running, but I can think of, imagine that it may be some machine is running on. That is also another pramäëa. Hypothesis, inductive, deductive. They are also... Analogy. There are so many processes. So here, Kåñëa and guru, they should be accepted on the same level. Therefore Draupadé has addressed Droëäcärya as bhagavän. Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair uktas tathä bhävyata eva sadbhiù. It is accepted. We should also accept. Thank you very much. (end)

Pradyumna: Translation: "One who cannot deliver his dependents from the path of repeated birth and death should never become a spiritual master, a father, a husband, a mother or a worshipable demigod."
Prabhupäda:

 So in the previous verse it has been described that kas taà svayaà tad-abhijïo vipaçcid. The guardian should be abhijïaù, and vipaçcit, very learned. The government, the father, the guru, the teacher, or even husband of... Because we are guided, everyone is guided by somebody else. That is society. Not cats and dogs. Just like the cats and dogs, they give birth to the children and then they have no responsibility. The dogs are loitering in the street; nobody takes care. But human society should not be like that. There must be responsible guardians. The some of the responsible guardians are described here. First of all, guru. Either you take ordinary teacher in the school or colleges, they are also called guru, and the sublime guru is the spiritual master. Not only the spiritual master, but anyone who has taken the post of becoming guru to teach others, he must be very learned, very responsible, vipaçcit, abhijïaù. Abhijïätaù, it is the qualification of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. As it is said in the beginning of the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, abhijïaù. Janmädy asya yataù 'nvayäd itarataç ca artheñu abhijïaù [SB 1.1.1]. The controller must be abhijïaù. The same thing is here. Of course, we cannot be as abhijïaù as God—that is not possible—but little quantity of that abhijïätaù must be there. Otherwise what is the use of  becoming?
First of all, it is said about guru, anyone who takes care of his subordinate, he is guru. The first charge is that you should not become a guru unless you are completely in awareness how to save your dependent from the path of birth and death. That is the first question. Not that "I am your guru. I can cure some colic pain in your belly." They go to guru also for that purpose. People generally go to guru, rascals go to guru, to another rascal. What is that? "Sir, I have got some pain. Give me some acid bath (?) so that my pain may be cured." "But why you have come here, rascal, here for curing your pain? In the village you can go to some doctor, or you can take some tablet. Is it the purpose of coming to visit guru?" But generally they come to guru and ask for blessing for some material benefit. They are rascals, and therefore Kåñëa also gives them a rascal guru. They want to be cheated. They do not know what is the purpose of going to guru. They do not know. They do not know what is the problem of my life and why shall I go to guru. They do not know. And the so-called gurus also take advantage of this ignorance of the public, and they become a guru. This is going on. The guru does not know what is his responsibility, and the rascal public, they do not know what for one should go to guru. This is the difficulty.

Who requires a guru? Everything is there in the çästra. Tasmäd guruà prapadyeta jijïäsuù çreya uttamam [SB 11.3.21].

This is qualification of guru, tattva-darçi. What is that tattva?

One who knows what is Paramätmä, what is Brahman, what is Bhagavän, he is tattva-darçi. Vadanti tat tattva-vidas tattvaà yaj jïänam advayam [SB 1.2.11]. So these are the qualification of guru. [ ]

The purpose of guru is described in the Bhägavatam, that tasmäd guruà prapadyeta [SB 11.3.21]. Guru to go, to surrender. Just like Arjuna, he surrendered, çiñyas te 'ham çädhi mäà prapannam [Bg. 2.7]. Prapadye, tasmäd guruà prapadye. You must find out guru where you can surrender. Not that keep your guru your order supply, "Give me some acid bath (?) and I may be benefited." He is not guru; he is your order supplier, your servant. Guru means he must order it, "You must do this." If we agree, then he is a guru. Not that "I shall order my guru, and he will execute my order." No that. That will do the dog, not the guru. Then the... You have got a dog, and if you ask him, "Sit down here," a dog will sit. That kind of guru keeping has no value. But here is the responsibility of guru, first that he must save the disciple from the cycle of birth and death. Kåñëa also said, "What is the problem of life?" Not that "I have got some pain here, I have some trouble or some..." These are not problems. This problem one should tolerate. Because destiny is there, one should ägamäpäyino nityä täàs titikñasva bhärata. We should not be disturbed for all these things. It is material world. You will have sometimes mäträ sparçäs tu çétoñëa-sukha-duùkha-däù. The whole world is like that. There is sometimes distress, there is sometimes happiness. So to mitigate the worldly distress or getting some happiness, one should not go to guru. That is not the proper way.

The proper way is that you should know the problem of life, and Kåñëa personally says, "This is the real problem of your life." What is that? Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha doñänudarçanam [Bg. 13.9]. This is problems. But they do not know. All rascals. Kåñëa says, na jäyate na mriyate vä kadäcit. And don't they read? "I am reading Bhagavad-gétä, I am great politician and great leader. I am reading Bhagavad-gétä." What do you understand? Do you understand that the soul is immortal and it is transmigrating, tathä dehäntara-präptir? Do you know all this problem? Then why you have become national leader? Today I am a Indian; tomorrow I may become a Chinaman. Then where is my nationality? Today I am human being; tomorrow I may be a dog. Then where is my society? Where is my friendship? Where is my love? They do not disclose all these things. Cheat guru. If my soul is transmigrating, tathä dehäntara präptiù [Bg. 2.13], is it guarantee? Is there any guarantee that today I am Indian, and after my death I shall become Indian? No. There is no guarantee. Today I am American, and after death I shall become a...? No. That is not in your hand. After death your so-called boastfulness, pride—everything finished. Then at the clutches of in the mäyä's hand, in the nature's hand,

You are in the hands of the laws of prakåti, even in this life. Even in this life. If you can eat one chatta, and if you will eat little more, immediately you will become diseased. Immediately. Nature will punish you, three days' starvation. You have taken more. So this is the law of nature. You cannot violate the... There is salt is required, little in the food. If it is a little more, you cannot take. If it is a little, you cannot take. So stricture, you cannot violate even a slightest degree the laws of nature. But these rascals are thinking that "I am independent." Ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate [Bg. 3.27]. We should take guidance of the spiritual master or the guru or Kåñëa. Guidance of guru means guidance of Kåñëa, because äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän nävamanyeta karhicit [SB 11.17.27]. Äcäryaà mäm, äcärya is as good as guru, as good as Kåñëa. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, guru-kåñëa kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja [Cc. Madhya 19.151]. Not only Kåñëa's mercy, but guru's mercy, both mercy required. Guru-kåñëa kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja.

So by if you are sincere, actually, if we actually want Kåñëa, Kåñëa is within your heart, éçvaraù sarva-bhütänäà håd-deçe 'rjuna [Bg. 18.61]. When Kåñëa sees that "Here is a sincere soul, he wants Me," teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakaà, buddhi-yogaà dadämi tam [Bg. 10.10]. As soon as sees, Kåñëa, that "Here is a sincere person who wants Me," He'll give you nice guru. Guru-kåñëa kåpa. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädat. And if you have really a bona fide guru, then by pleasing him you will get the favor of Kåñëa. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi. 

If you have become more than your guru, 

then "Overcoming guru, I shall get Kåñëa's prasäda, Kåñëa's favor, I have learnt more, guru mara vidyä," that is also not good. 

Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo yasya. 

This is the injunction of the äcärya, Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura. 

He has described very nicely vyavasäyätmikä buddhir ekeha kuru nandana [Bg. 2.41]. 

The order of guru should be the life and soul of the disciple, 

without caring for his personal salvation. This is the qualification of çiñya. 

Çiñyas te 'ham çädhi mäà prapannam [Bg. 2.7], fully surrendered. 

And guru's duty is to guide them, guide him how to overcome this cycle of birth of death. 

These are the relationship between guru and disciple or father and son, mother and son, friend and friend, devatä... [ ]
So this is the Bhägavata's instruction: one should not begin (to) become a guru, 

or to cheat the disciple, showing him wrong path. 

That is not good. That is instructed by Åñabhädeva.

Dr. Patel: I think go-rakñya must be the backbone of the economy.

Prabhupäda: No, health, bra in, everything.
Milk is miracle  food. [ ]
And we are practically experiencing in our farms that if the cows are protected nicely, they can supply immense milk. We are getting in our farms, extra milk. Everyone is eating so many preparations, sandeça, rasagullä, räbré. They are surprised. In their history they have not eaten all these things.

Dr. Patel: They are eating the milk-producing animal so milk will not...

Prabhupäda: No, they advertise milk is bad.

Dr. Patel: Who?

Prabhupäda: These Europeans, Americans.

Dr. Patel: Really?

Prabhupäda: Yes. "Don't eat milk." Do they not? And they cannot drink also. In Bengal there is a proverb, kule pete ghiya(?) (indistinct). If you supply preparation made of ghee to the dog, he cannot digest it.

Guest: (quotes proverb in Bengali)

Prabhupäda: Ha! They cannot digest factually. They get, what is called? That disease?

Harikeça: Jaundice.

Prabhupäda: Jaundice. They cannot eat much milk product.

Dr. Patel: Yes, sir. Cow is the biggest factory to produce protein, first-class proteins for human beings. Instead of taking advantage of the products of the factory, they eat out the factory itself.
Prabhupäda: So we see practically in our farm the cows give more milk than other farms.

Dr. Patel: The satisfaction of the animal.

Prabhupäda: They are very satisfied. You have been in New Vrindaban with me? No, you were not.
So the cows are so happy that...

Just like in India. They are walking here and there. [ ]

Dr. Patel: I think the degeneration of this country are from the foreign people, foreign domination.
Prabhupäda: Yes. No, it was their propaganda, Macauley's, that "If you keep Indians as Indians, you'll never be able to rule over them." So British policy was to make propaganda so that "everything Indian is bad."

Dr. Patel: I think Max Mueller (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: No, it was necessary for them to Anglicize the Indians to rule over them.

Dr. Patel: Our differential, or (Hindi) has created all this rot.

Prabhupäda: It is not our, it is human society's.

Dr. Patel: (Hindi) We allowed everyone to be here unawares. If public corporation, trading company, becomes the ruler of this country, I don't understand how it could be.

Prabhupäda: Because we have no, that cätur-varëa system. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
You have given up Kåñëa's instruction,

N O W  you have to suffer.
You do not train brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.
So anyone who is in power, he is good.

They can misuse the power.
There is no kñatriya.
Dr. Patel: I think that is a wrong system (much airplane noise--indistinct) this open Democracy is not a (indistinct) by consensus...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Now, either democracy or monarchy, the population is çüdra.

çüdra will be on the power.

Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. Things which are forbidden, they are doing that. Why? Indriya-prétaya äpåëoti, only for sense gratification. They have no other ambition. Bring money and gratify senses. This is modern civilization. This is the exact explanation-nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. Black money, white money, this money, that..., never mind, bring money.

Indian Doctor: (laughter) By any way.

Prabhupäda: Yes, this is modern civilization. Big man, big rich man means bring money some way or other. This is big man. This is Kali-yuga. Because if you have got money, you have got respect, you have got honor, you are recognized. So therefore they are after money. Bring money, that's all right. When I shall get money, I may have done black money, force money, this money, nobody will remember it. Bas. This is modern civilization. Bring money and enjoy sense. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma [SB 5.5.4]. What for it is, struggle so much working hard? Yad indriya-prétaya. Only for the satisfaction of the senses. They have no other ambition. Because most of them, they do not believe there is next life. Most of them, 99.9 percent, they do not believe. Big, big professor, I have talked with so many big, big men in Europe. They have no... Our leaders also. The Munshi, he did not believe in the next life.

[Break] That is what we simply need, are people... I saw the program so nicely if people would simply come and work sincerely, they'll make spiritual advancement. They'll chant Hare Kåñëa. Very quickly they'll become Kåñëa conscious. So now we're seeing that... We're demanding that sincere people come.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it may not be the association of lazy people. Free hotel. No.

Jayapatäkä: Bhavänanda, he's strict on that.

Gargamuni: He's very strict. Without working, no one can eat.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not only work. Attending the program. That is essential.

Jayapatäkä: They all attend maìgala-ärati, evening ärati. They should also attend morning class.

Prabhupäda: That's nice. Work is partial. These things are essential.
 [ ]

Prabhupäda: You can bring so many men and keep everyone in charge of such places, and it will develop. Money, there is no scarcity. But the difficulty is as soon as we establish, the immigration, "You go away." This is... What is this? You say the MLA and this Tarun Kanti." This is our difficulty. Otherwise there is no difficulty. We can take all the charge and develop them very nicely." So if one man is kept in charge, and after few months he's advised, "Go away," then all his training goes to hell and we have to spend another ten thousand rupees. This is the difficulty. What... We are not... Not a single case there is that we have taken any part in politics. So give us some facility. We can take charge of everything. Tell them that actually that is fact, that there is no scarcity of money. We can bring money from America and develop. There is no difficulty at all. The difficulty is the immigration department. You can say that "Prabhupäda has put this philosophy, andha..." What is that? Paìgu. Andha-paìgu-nyäya. Blind and... Depends on this... Blind and... I think you have already know. Blind man, lame man. One man is blind, another man is lame. Both of them are useless. But when they combine, the blind man takes the lame man on his shoulder, and the lame man gives direction to the blind man, "Go this way. Go this way." So he walks. So both of them are benefited. So America has got money but blind. And India has got culture but lame. So let us combine. Then things will be done very nice. Andha-paìgu-nyäya. Just like I am the same man. I was finding difficulty to start this mission in India, very, very difficult. With great hardship I published three books. But as soon as I went America, the andha-paìgu-nyäya became successful. So this is the the position. So instead of becoming envious from political... We have nothing to do with... To the Americans unnecessarily thinking that "CIA, CIA..." Let American money and India's culture combine together, and the whole world will be benefited. 

America has got enough money; they can spend. 

Either they give me as the price of my book or anything, money is there like anything. 

India has got culture. 
So Indian culture, Vedic culture, Bhagavad-gétä  culture, 

pushed through American money, the whole world will be benefited. Convince them. It is not the question of India, America, here... It is a cultural movement for the benefit of the whole world. Påthivéte äche yata nagarädi-gräma. It is cultural movement. Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement is aiming påthivéte äche yata nagarädi. So Tarun Babu, you are such a devotee of Caitanya. Caitanya Mahäprabhu wants it. Påthivéte äche yata... Why don't you help us? Your family is devotee of Lord Caitanya, and this is spreading Caitanya's mission. You should give up everything and join this movement, if you are actually a devotee of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. And Prabhupäda says that he knows at your heart you want that Caitanya's movement is spread all over the world, so far he has studied you. So let us join together. Why we should unnecessarily be biased, American and Indian and this way and that way. Let us join together and spread Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement all over the... They'll be happy. Everyone they'll be happy. Will be happy. It is such a nice... India will be glorified. America will be glorified." If we... You came here. You have got so much strength. If you work continually, the whole world will be... So those who are offering, take. Take those places. Let us begin. If anyone wants some property, we should take immediately. You said there is already building costing fifty thousand? So that's a property. So if they are offering, you take it and develop. These are historical places. Haridaspur is also historical, I think. Hm?

Jayapatäkä: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Vena? Venapur is nearby. Two miles.

Jayapatäkä: Two or three miles.

Prabhupäda: That's it, the same facility, two or three miles.

Jayapatäkä: No, that's been, Haridaspur, since time of Lord Caitanya, for many, many years, four hundred... Right from the time of Lord Caitanya they are calling that. They say there's no doubt that Haridäsa Öhäkura came that way.

Prabhupäda: That must be. It is 2-two-three miles. If he was a person belonging to Venapur, so two-three miles surrounding he must have gone. There is no doubt. And if you can establish good relationship with Pakistan, Bangladesh, then our whole question is solved. Go there, seek some preaching and come here, 

and all these motor car problems...

Gargamuni: I don't want to sell them, you know...

Prabhupäda: No, it is a very...

Gargamuni: Because we took great hardship to bring them.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gargamuni: Why we should sell them? They are so useful.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gargamuni: They have done so much work already.

Prabhupäda: It is... Nowadays motor vehicle driving is an important item for anyone. We have spread Kåñëa consciousness so quickly on account of the modern transport facilities, so we must take it as favorable. 

(Ed: IF we know WHAT is that Krsna consciousness to spread, THEN it is favorable, otherwise the very same “facilities” may destroy ourselves, the movement, and the preaching) 

Änukülyena kåñëänuçélanam [Cc. Madhya 19.167]. Anuküla, favorable. Favorable, favorable. It is not we have got concern with material. That is not Rüpa Gosvämé's... präpaïcikatayä buddhyä hari-sambandhi... This cars can be used for spreading Kåñëa consciousness; why it should be condemned? That is not intelligence. Rüpa Gosvämé condemns it. Präpaïcikatayä buddhyä hari-sambandhi-vastunaù. Things which is in the service of the Lord, if we think it is material, then that is not vairägya. That is not renouncement. That is foolishness. [Break] [ ]

Gargamuni: That's for membership. That isn't just for books. Sometimes they stay in our mandira.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gargamuni: We pay for their prasäda.

Prabhupäda: And three days, free boarding and lodging. In this way things should be clear so that in future they may not complain, "Ah, we...," as they are doing. Somebody is coming: "Oh we have given 1100 rupees to live forever." Some ladies came like that.

Gargamuni: Yes, I know, I met that lady.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they take it, advantage. "Oh, we shall get all books and live forever. There is no charge. Pay. "That misunderstanding should be...

Gargamuni: So now we say they can live forever but as we live.
Prabhupäda: Yes, that's all right. That... That you can do.

Gargamuni: Not that they will get special privilege of..., as hotel.

Prabhupäda: But they want free hotel. That is... They want free.

Jayapatäkä: Sometimes old man who has got some money...

Prabhupäda: No, old, old man is different.
Jayapatäkä: He wants to live, and he is too weak to do anything.

Prabhupäda: That's all right.

Jayapatäkä: He wants to chant and give some money.

Prabhupäda: Let him purchase one room. Let him live... For life he can live, and we give him prasäda free.

Jayapatäkä: Purchase one room. Eight, ten thousand rupees.

Prabhupäda: No, fifty thousand, I think. In Våndävana we are selling sixty thousand. Sixty thousand.

Gargamuni: No, but those rooms have attached baths. In our room there is no attached bath.

Prabhupäda: No, I mean to say in Våndävana, that... Or anywhere. Whatever money is fixed up, let him pay, live in his room comfortably and we give him free prasäda. There is no harm. But he must attend the ärati and rules and regulations. There is no...

Jayapatäkä: No tea, nor... All the rules he should follow.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayapatäkä: Attend the program.

Prabhupäda: Even if old men cannot follow, (attend program) still, he should be given.

Gargamuni: What about tea?

Prabhupäda: Tea. Tea can... Then he'll caught. That is not.

Gargamuni: Because the old man they are addicted to the tea.

Prabhupäda: No, what... Many old men, they can give it up.

Gargamuni: We will promise them cow's milk.

Prabhupäda: That's nice.

Gargamuni: Pure cow's milk.

Prabhupäda: That "instead of this tea, you take milk." Little milk, that is beneficial. [ ]

Prabhupäda: This combination of rich men, poor men, for Kåñëa. The same—andha-paìgu-nyäya. 

Both of them are useless separately, 

and when they combine in Kåñëa consciousness, they are all useful. 

It is very good example. And there is another example, that a piece of wire is falling, rotting, and a piece of bamboo, rotting, and a piece of squash skin is rotting. And one gentleman collected. He nicely trimmed the piece and dried the squash, the outer portion, and took the bamboo and nicely cut it and joined the string and this became a sitar: "Ting, ting, ting." 

So it is the intelligent person 
who joins all these things and makes it very useful. 

These are the examples. The bamboo alone is useless, and a small piece of wire, useless, and a thrown out squash skin, useless. But if you can join them together,...you can "Ting, ting. Similarly andha-paìgu-nyäya. Here is a lame man; here is a blind man. All right, combine together and use them. That is wanted. 
Svakarmaëä tam abhyarcya saàsiddhi labhate. 
This wire does not change. It is wire. 
But when it is combined, it is useful. 
So our propaganda is, "They are separately planning useless. Let them combine together in Kåñëa consciousness. All this planning shall be successful.

Jayapatäkä: We were all useless in the West, but you have come and then engaged us.

Prabhupäda: It is Kåñëa's desire. Nobody is useless. I was also useless. I could not do in India alone anything. This is... Again this example (laughs). 

Two useless makes useful. Intelligence alone cannot work. 

Money i s required. 

One man was challenged, "You have no intelligence." So he said, "Yes." He was searching these..."No, why you are searching here?" "No, here is intelligence. If here is money, then my intelligence can work. Otherwise what is the use of intelligence?" But he was searching here," Whether I have got intelligence?" Simply intelligence... In industry also: land labor capital, organization, four things. 

Simple capital will not do. Simple organization will not do. 

A man may have very good brain power, organization, but if he has no money-useless. 

So four things required: land, labor, capital, organization. 
That minister in Raìganätha (?), he is inclined to spend huge income of Tirupati, Kåñëa consciousness. But he is bound up by other colleagues. They are applying the money. So he's willing to call all the ministers if I can convince them. I shall try it. Just... 

in the Bhagavad-gétä, that is, yajïärthe karma. Everyone is karmé. 

So the karmés, the village cultivators or big men industrialists, they are going to Tirupati. Whatever then can spare, they are offering. That is yajïärthe. 

If this money is taken and again if it is brought into karmé, then it is misleading. 

Karmés are giving them. Just like people are giving us money. They are karmés. But because they are giving us and we are engaging the money in Kåñëa consciousness, so the money is fully utilized. 
But if this money again taken and again to the karmés....
Jayapatäkä: Without any spiritual work.

Prabhupäda: Then it is a farce. 

His purpose is served, but one who is misleading the..., he becomes criminal.

Jayapatäkä: The man who gives, his purpose is served.

Prabhupäda: His purpose is served.

Jayapatäkä: The man who takes the money is...

Prabhupäda: He is to be punished. His misusing. 

Suppose in our Kåñëa consciousness movement somebody gives us money. 

He is giving good faith that "It is very good organization." 

But if I misspend that money, then I am responsible. 

Then I'll be punished. 

His business is finished. Kåñëa noted that he has given his hard-earned money for spreading Kåñëa consciousness. If I take that money... Instead of doing Kåñëa consciousness, if I use it for my sense gratification, then I'll be... Then I'll be responsible. 

What is the use of Kåñëa's money being used in industry? 

Any purpose outside Kåñëa consciousness... 

Let this money be utilized for spreading the glories of Kåñëa. 

But they do not recognize Kåñëa. All the so-called Bhagavad-gétä readers, they want to kill Kåñëa. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Farmers' policy is if they have got money, they purchase land. Therefore they are making ceiling. The whole policy is not so good (?). Farmers, as soon as they get some money, they want to invest the land but the ceiling..., so they cannot invest money in the land; they give to the bank. And as soon as you keep money in the bank it will decrease the value. This is... Money is decreased, value of all over the world. Because it is not money actually; it is paper, cheating. Real money is gold. But they will now allow to keep the gold. The whole policy is vicious. If I purchase gold with five lakhs of rupees, then it is real money, and after five years I can sell it ten lakhs. That they will not allow. 

Therefore I... 

My  policy is that whatever money is there,  spend. 

Don't keep.

In land and produce food. THAT is the best use of.
All buildings, government (for men?), there is no need of.

And instead of keeping money and take interest, you print books. 

That is also good. You can sell.

Or you purchase land for producing food.

So in this way invest our books or land.
We don't want to keep cash.
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Prabhupäda:...but we... We are not Kåñëa. But if we remain Kåñëa conscious Vaiñëavas, then our position is strong,

If there is slackness, then they will come to kill us.
That we have to see. Äpani äcari' prabhu jéve çikhäilä. Our behavior should be very clear. "Caeser's wife must be above suspicion." Then it will be... This Aghäsura, Bakäsura, will come and... In the beginning there was Aghäsura, Pütanä. That Devänanda, "Hare Kåñëa Film," he wanted to do some harm. And he is gone, finished. Nobody talks of Devänanda. They talk of our movement.

So if you remain strong in your SPIRITUAL activities, 

these Aghäsura, Bakäsura will come, go. But we should take precaution and counteract to reduce them. Real strength will remain from Kåñëa-Balaräma's strength. Balaräma. Balaräma means strength. Näyam ätmä bala héna na labhyaù.(?)
If you are not supported by Balaräma, then it is not possible.
So we have got our Balaräma, Kåñëa-Balaräma temple. Now in Europe we have got Kåñëa-Balaräma.

Gopäla Kåñëa: In France.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gargamuni: Which place? Outside? The farm?

Prabhupäda: Very nice.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Exactly like Våndävana, I heard. The Deities are exactly...

Prabhupäda: Nitäi-Gaura and Balaräma. Brajendra-nandana jei kåñëa, çaci-suta haila sei: "He is now Çacé-suta." Balaräma haila nitäi: "And Balaräma has become Nitäi." That's all. These two brothers. And devotees are very nice. So if our devotees remain... Two hundred devotees there are. And they are taking prasäda on the open lawn. Very nice. Presently they are growing vegetables sufficient for their consumption and for the Paris temple.

Fresh, nice vegetables. Flowers, grains also they have got.
Barley and wheat.

Milk also. Their OWN cows.

Gargamuni: Cows.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.
So if there is MILK, there is food grain, there is vegetable,

so what do you want more?

Enough we can grow. They have got two hundred acres of land. Some portion of the land they are utilizing. That is becoming sufficient for them. 

And if they grow the whole land, they can make good trade. Just like in Philadelphia they are producing so much milk, they are selling outside fifteen hundred dollars per month. Fifteen hundred dollars, how much it is?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Fourteen thousand.

Saurabha: Twelve thousand.

Prabhupäda: That is their income. Philadelphia they have organized very nice.

(Ed: the question was later put to His Divine Grace that due to the expansion of the herd because of large milk production for sale, there would be so many calves and cows that there would be no way to feed them etc. in, say, ten years hence. He replied to the effect that money from the sale of the milk should be put aside to purchase more land. 

Subsequent conversations DO NOT SUPPORT selling of milk or surplus production beyond the necessities of devotees subsisting exclusively on that production through cooperation within the four varnas.

The shameful and sinful history of our Society’s farms has demonstrated that the unneccessary milk production with the accompanying under/ misutilization of it due to reprehensible irresponsibility of some milkers, managers and complicit “curd eaters” etc. resulted in horrible and tragic deaths of a large percentage of those unprotected cows, including even the slaughter of some of them.)

Gopäla Kåñëa: Port Royal farm.

Prabhupäda: And this Paramänanda, he is expert. He's very expert.

Gopäla Kåñëa: He was in New Vrindaban before.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So he could not keep in line with Kértanänanda. (laughs)

Gargamuni: I thought he was in New York farm.

Gopäla Kåñëa: That is the New York farm.

Prabhupäda: That is.

Gopäla Kåñëa: It's in Philadelphia.

Gargamuni: Yes, I heard it is very good there.

Prabhupäda: His wife is... They are making...

Gopäla Kåñëa: Satyabhämä.

Prabhupäda: Cäpäöis. When she brought, it was so thick. And "How shall I eat this?" But when I ate it was so nice. Soft and sweet. I ate everything.

Jayapatäkä: Devotees have brought from the farm.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Maybe she should come here to cook for you.

Prabhupäda: Oh, maybe. No, they are very happy. All the boys and girls are very happy. Sit down.
So that I want, 

that I live happily and chant Hare Kåñëa.

THAT’S ALL
We don't want unnecessary luxury. Anartha.

Anartha-nivåttiù syät. Anartha should be reduced, nil,

bare necessities.

Anartha... Just like this material thing we require for preaching. That is not anartha. But when it is used for sense gratification, that is anartha. Anything for sense gratification, that is unwanted, anartha. And anything for Kåñëa consciousness, that is spiritual.

Jayapatäkä: Anuküla.

Prabhupäda: Anuküla. Änukülyena kåñëänuçélanam. So whatever we are using, that is not material. It is all spiritual. 
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Prabhupäda: When the Englishmen were ruling over this country and Gandhi had to do so much labor, his life sacrificed, some way or other they were gone. Now the same Englishman is working here as book distributor. (laughs) Who was our ruler. So whose achievement is better? Gandhi's or mine?

Gargamuni: Yours.

Prabhupäda: And one Englishman is giving me massage. This rascal criticizing. But they have come to me for money? They are poor or they are illiterate fools? They have come to me for money or some material gain? No. Unless they are convinced about the spiritual gain, why they should give me such service? They have no eyes to see.

Gargamuni: No, because in India, many Indians, when they approach a guru, they want something. But we didn't have to approach you for anything.

Prabhupäda: That is the speciality. The guru... One should go to guru to serve him as menial servant. That is acceptance of guru. That is required. Nécavat. Néca, néca means menial. Just like menial servant, he does everything. Similarly, to live with guru means to serve him as a menial servant. That is Vedic injunction. Nécavat. You should not be puffed up, that "I am coming from such royal family, I am coming from such rich family." And that tendency is trained up from the childhood. A child does not know. Just like Pradyumna's son. You can engage him in any menial service. He does not discriminate. He's trained up. So this is gurukula. Very word is used, nécavat. He gives service to the guru just like a menial servant. And this training being given from the childhood, he does not know what is low or what is high. His spiritual master asks to do something... Even Kåñëa went to the forest to collect some dry wood. Vasudeva's son, in royal family, but he had to go. And all of a sudden there was storm and, what is called?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Lightning.

Maëihära: Thunder.

Prabhupäda: No.

Hari-çauri: Hail.

Prabhupäda: Hailstorm. And they became entrapped in the jungle whole night. And in the morning guru with other disciples came to search out them. And this Sudämä Vipra and Kåñëa was stranded, and they were found out, then taken back. So even Bhagavän, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, He served the guru as menial. The guru's wife asked Him, "Bring some fuel from the jungle," and they went immediately. This is gurukula. No, I mean to say, prestigious position. "Guru has said--has to be done." This training. Then? [ ]

Prabhupäda: Keep your health nice, because Indian climate sometimes does not suit. Eat simple things. Fruits, vegetables. Don't be miser in the matter of... But don't eat voraciously. Eat sufficiently, nutritious.

Gargamuni: Yes. I have also told they should eat nice fruits and vegetable so they will keep healthy.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. 

Vegetable, fruits, very innocent, little milk. That's all. 

Even if you don't eat these foodgrains, that is preferred. 

Better. 

Vegetable and fruits and milk, that is sufficient nutritious. 

There is no question of disease. 
But for our tongue taste we eat so many cooked food, but if we eat vegetables, 

boiled vegetables and fruits and milk, ah, it is sufficient. 

Ekädaçé. (laughter) Daily ekädaçé.
And these peanuts, a few grains. Not much. That is also nice. Cashew, peanut. Yes. So thank you very much. You are working so much for Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. Yäre dekha täre kaha kåñëa-upadeça.

Bas. You become a guru. 
Actually you are doing the guru's work. "Here is a message from Kåñëa. Please take it." Bas. Simple. Yäre dekha. And whomever you meet, täre kaha kåñëa-upadeça. Either you speak personally or give him a book.

Maëihära: This is the noon paper published...

Prabhupäda: "Explosion." Mahäàça Swami is continuing this.

Devotee (2): Yes.

Prabhupäda: It looks nice.

Devotee (2): Yes.

Prabhupäda: Buddhi-yogaà dadämi tam. As soon as we decide to work for Kåñëa very sincere. 

What is this Kåñëa crossword? This is gambling.

Gargamuni: Kåñëa crossword puzzle.

Hari-çauri: Oh. Crosswords are gambling?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Maëihära: Gambling?

Prabhupäda: Is it not gambling?

Hari-çauri: They give clues and it's to make you think.

Maëihära: They give a clue. They say...

Prabhupäda: But there is prize.

Maëihära: No, I don't think there is prize.

Gargamuni: There is in the other newspapers. Maybe not in this. But they do offer prize. You send in, then they choose prize.

Prabhupäda: So they work, originally it began for prize. (laughs) Otherwise, these karmés, why they shall waste their time? They wanted some prize.

Hari-çauri: Sometimes they print their names in the next issue. "The last week's winner was..."

Prabhupäda: "Winner." That means prize.

Maëihära: There's no mention of any reward. Just...

Prabhupäda: Anything of these four prohibited regulations should not do. 

Yatra päpaç catur-vidhä, four kinds of päpa-- sinful activities. 

From the very beginning, because I introduced this, no catur-vidhä, four kinds of päpa. 

Therefore our Society is now so respected. 

From the very beginning we are following to keep these principles in forefront. This is appreciated by anyone. Even he is himself a debauch, he'll appreciate. It is so nice thing. A person may be a big drunkard, but he'll never like to see his son drunkard. That is natural. 
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Neither it is possible that everyone should be  able to become brähmaëa.

It is not so easy
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  thing.

But a class of brähmaëa must be maintained.

A class of brähmaëa must be there as ideal to consult with them.
Similarly, a class of kñatriya must be there, a class of vaiçya must be there.

This is called varëäçrama.
For the peaceful execution of material life 

these things are required, division.

Just like in your government you have got some different ministerial department. You have introduced, this minister is for this department, this minister... Similarly, the brain department must be there. 

Without brain, even... 

Suppose a madman, he has got his hands and legs, 

but it is useless because the brain is lost. 

So brain must be there. 

So this varëäçrama, revival of varëäçrama is required. A class of men, brähmaëa—

sattva çamo damas titikñä ärjavaà jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. As there are different educational system, 

there must be an educational institute where these things are taught: 

how to become truthful, how to become self-controlled, how to become full in knowledge, 

how to become full believer in the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Ästikyam. 

In this way, as there is necessity of engineer, as there is necessity of medical man, as there is necessity of so many other departmental chiefs, similarly, a department of brähmaëa, a department of kñatriya—that education must be given. 

But in this age, because nobody is interested, so everyone is çüdra. 

Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù. Paricaryätmakaà karma çüdra-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. Everyone, all over the world, they are being educated to seek after some good service. Paricarya: he must have a good master; then his education will be... He cannot act independently. So therefore in the çästra it is said that everyone is anxious to get a good job, therefore, kalau çüdra-sambhavaù, in this age almost everyone is çüdra. 

So if çüdras are there only, 

if there is no brähmaëa, no kñatriya, no vaiçyas, 

that Society will not prosper very much. 

If we accept the injunction of the çästra, yaù çästra-vidhim utsåjya vartate käma [Bg. 16.23]. 

So this brähmaëa, or kñatriya, vaiçya, it is not by birth. It is by qualification. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. Guëa. One must acquire the quality of brähmaëa and he must act as a brähmaëa. Then he is brähmaëa. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Even in çüdra family, if one is born çüdra, but he has attained the quality of a brähmaëa, he must be accepted as brähmaëa. That is the çästra injunction.

yasya yal lakñaëaà proktaà puàso varëäbhivyaïjakam yad anyaträpi dåçyeta tat tenaiva vinirdiçet

 [SB 7.11.35]

Yad anyatra. If the quality of brähmaëa is found in a person who is born in a çüdra family, he should be accepted as brähmaëa. Similarly, if the quality of brähmaëa is found in çüdra or the çüdra quality found in brähmaëa, I mean to say birth, by caste, as it is going on now, so Närada Muni has said... This is the statement of Närada Muni, the greatest authority. Yad anyaträpi dåçyeta tat tenaiva vinirdiçet [SB 7.11.35]. So birth is not the final thing. If one is born in a brähmaëa family or kñatriya family, he has got the facility to become quickly a brähmaëa; but if he has no quality, if he does not practice, then he is not to be accepted as brähmaëa. You may be a son of a high-court judge, but unless you have got the quality of high-court judge, it is not that because you are born of high-court judge you become a high-court judge. That is not, that is not the quality. The quality is... 

So therefore I say that there must be educational institution for training brähmaëa, kñatriya especially. 

And vaiçyas, they do not require any academical area. Kåñi-gorakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg 18.44]. They can learn simply by associating with another vaiçya. 

But brähmaëa, especially require education, Vedic literature. Paöhana-päöhana-yajana-yäjana-däna-pratigrahaù. 

Kñatriya also requires education. 

Others, they may not require education. Practical training. 

These things should be introduced. 

Then human society will be perfect. Not by birth, but by quality, by education, by training. But that is possible. So your answer...

Morning Walk                   August 23, 1976, Hyderabad

Harikeça: The people have to do it to maintain the population level. We have to kill some of the children so that it doesn't become out of control, like the animals do it.

Prabhupäda: You are less than animal. You are greatest animal. 

You want to kill your children. (Ed: calves and cows by buying milk products)

Room Conversation with Endowments Commissioner of Andhra Pradesh

August 22, 1976, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: They are doing that. You can see from this big, big person. Gandhi used to say that he believes in Gétä and Gétä gives him solace in difficult times and so on, so on. But has he ever preached about Kåñëa? Tilok has ever preached about Kåñëa? Radhakrishnan has ever preached Kåñëa? Nobody. 

Their policy is take Sétä and kill Räma. 

Rävaëa's policy. Take away Sétä. 

Take  away Gétä 

and kill Kåñëa. 

(Ed: enjoy milk products without cow protection, or take the cows from the rightful vaisya protectors and pay sudras to milk them and take all the milk in the name of “the Deites”)

So Rävaëa's policy will never be successful. Rävaëa's policy means he will be destroyed. You cannot do any harm to Räma, but he will be destroyed. This policy, that take Sétä and kill Räma, means he will destroy himself. So this is going on. Take Gétä and kill Kåñëa. This will destroy the whole thing. This Rävaëa's policy. And Hanumän's policy is somehow or other rescue Sétä and get her seated by the side of Räma. Therefore he's worshiped, Vajräìgajé. That is the difference between Rävaëa's policy. 

Sétä is the via media. ( Laxmi or grains and cows/ milk products)

But one is trying to bring back Sétä and seat her by the side of Räma, and another is trying to take away Sétä and kill Räma. This wrong policy will not take. 

We have to accept the instruction of Gétä 

and accept Kåñëa as the Supreme Lord. Then everything will be all right. Prasäda? So thank you very much for your coming. So, kindly if you will agree to take the instruction of Gétä, I am always at your service. I'll give you such guidance, our men, our everything. But you have to decide this. You cannot take up this policy, take Gétä and banish Kåñëa. That is wanted.(?) (end)

Meeting with Endowments Commissioner         August 24, 1976, Hyderabad                                               

So if you want to utilize, people are giving in good faith, Bälajé, Kåñëa. Their hard-earned money, whatever we are giving something. 

Yajïa, that is wanted. 

Yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù. 

That money should not be utilized for any other purpose except yajïa. 

First of all, you have to decide like that. Then we can give you direction. 

First of all, you have to decide that this money, 

not a single farthing should be spent for any other purpose than performing yajïa. 

Then we can give you right direction. 

And if you have plan to utilize this money for any other purpose, 

that is not Kåñëa's mission. 

That is your mission. 

So first of all you have to decide 

whether you are going to execute Kåñëa's mission 

or your mission. 

Kåñëa's mission is very clearly defined. 

It is there, everything is declared there in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

Minister: Swamiji we are karmé-yogés. We start the day with surrendering to God and asking Him to show us the way. Beyond that, I don't know what our duty...

Prabhupäda: But a karma-yogé, 

why you should take Kåñëa's money for karma?

Minister: For what? (indistinct) That is for...

Prabhupäda: That is the...

Minister: It is not used. As you have correctly said, that way only it is used.

Prabhupäda: No, the first thing is 

that if you decide that Kåñëa's money should be utilized for Kåñëa's mission, 

so Kåñëa's mission is this, that sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. You have to bring them to the sense of Kåñëa consciousness. And there is a process. You cannot manufacture that process. You have to take the process from Kåñëa. That Kåñëa says man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru. Four things. You have to teach people how he can think of Kåñëa, man-manä. Then the mission is there. That is Kåñëa also. Kåñëa says, 

satataà kértayanto mäà

yatantaç ca dåòha-vratäù

namasyantaç ca mäà bhaktyä

nitya-yuktä upäsate

You have to teach them like that. Satataà kértayanto mäm. As we are doing. We're always chanting Hare Kåñëa. But if you manufacture in your own way, that you can do. Yaù çästra-vidhim utsåjya vartate käma-kärataù na sa siddhim aväpnoti. That will never be successful. If you have to execute the mission of Kåñëa, you have to take instruction of Kåñëa and do it rigidly. Then you'll be successful. Kåñëa, Kåñëa's mission is that one must know Kåñëa and surrender to Him. This is mission. Kåñëa does not say that by karma-yoga one can understand Him. Kåñëa says bhaktyä mäm abhijänäti yävän yaç cäsmi tattvataù. You cannot say "We are karma-yogés." Karma-yogé means the third-class. He's karmé and little mixed up with bhakti. Adulterated. Jïäna-yogé, he's not a bhakta. He's jïäné, but just to bring him gradually, a little bhakti. You see? And real bhakti is anyäbhiläñitä-çünyaà jïäna-karmädy-anävåtam. When it will be tintless of any karma and jïäna, then it is pure bhakti. That is Kåñëa's mission. Sarva-dharmän parityajya. Not mixed up with jïäna, karma, yoga. Otherwise, how Kåñëa says bhaktyä mäm abhijänäti. He could have said, "Any way," as these rascals say, "Any way go, you will get Kåñëa." That Kåñëa does not say. 

Kåñëa says bhaktyä mäm abhijänäti yävän yaç cäsmi tattvataù. 

Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid vetti mäà tattvataù. 

Janma karma me divyaà yo jänäti tattvataù. 

So that tattva, bhaktyä mäm abhijänäti yävän yaç cäsmi tattvataù. 

So  we have to take this.(Ed: prescribed 
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You manufacture in your own way, and still you carry out the mission of Kåñëa. 

That is contradiction. 

You have to take the lesson from Kåñëa. Then it will be successful. 

Karma-yoga is for the third-class. (Ed: “us” starting with varnasrama based on agriculture and cow protection AND satatam kirtayanto mam as above)

They are addicted to karma, a little bhakti, that's all. That is not pure. Jïäna-karmädy-anävåtam. When there is not a tinge of karma and jïäna, that is pure bhakti. That is Kåñëa's mission. So everything is there, direction is there. 

We can guide you, not according to our whims, but according to çästra. 

And if you agree to accept, then we can also cooperate with you. 

But if you manufacture your own way, then how we can possibly... 

Kåñëa's mission is this: yadä yadä hi dharmasya glänir bhavati. Except kåñëa-bhakti, bhaktyä, everything is gläniù. All gläniù. And that can be awakened, kåñëa-bhakti. Just like these boys are doing. That is enunciated in the Caitanya-caritämåta--nitya-siddha kåñëa—

everyone has kåñëa-bhakti. You have to awaken simply. 

Nitya-siddha kåñëa-prema sädhya kabhu naya. It is not artificial. Çravaëädi-çuddha-citte karaye udaya. If the hearing about Kåñëa is pure... That is also confirmed in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam,

So we have to follow this formula. This is çästra-viddhi. 

One step to another. 

And if you don't care for the çästra-viddhi, we can do that, but na siddhià na aväpnoti. 

It will never be successful. 

It will be a show, big show, but there will be no siddhi. (pause) 

If you want to do according to the direction of Kåñëa, 

our cent per cent cooperation will be there. 

We'll not touch a single farthing of your money, but we can give you direction, 

"Spend it like that." 

And government men, you can see that we are not touching a single farthing of your money, but it is being spent for Kåñëa's mission. That you can believe. It is the duty of the government men to see that people may not misrepresent. That is the Vedic injunction. Påthu Mahäräja was to see that a brähmaëa is doing, acting like brähmaëa, kñatriya is doing like kñatriya. 

So it is government's duty to see that Bälajé's money, Kåñëa's money, is to the farthing spent for His mission. That is your duty. 

That is government's duty, that nothing is misused, nothing is misrepresented. 

But we know how to execute the mission of Kåñëa. 

Anyone can know because direction is there. 

It is not a secret thing. It is open secret. 


But you have to
  act upon it. 

That requires training. 

And so far my experience goes, the whole world will take to Kåñëa consciousness. Unfortunately, I am struggling single-handed. And they are criticizing me in the Parliament. You have seen the recent article Blitz against me? What is that heading? "Ungodly face." I am doing ungodly? But they are advertising like that. Trying to make me unpopular. The Mäyävädés, they say that Bhaktivedanta Swami is ruining Hinduism. They are saying like that. (Hindi) So I am being criticized in Parliament, I am criticized by the so-called jagad-gurus who have never seen what is jagat. And so on, so on.

Minister: No, for a country suffering from multiplicity of gods, Hinduism, you are doing a very great service, asking them to concentrate on Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: That is only God. Kåñëas tu bhagavän svayam.

Minister: How you are enlightening them, it is a very great service. No doubt about that. And you are making the man, the human being a servant of that (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: This is not my manufacture. Çästra says kåñëas tu bhagavän svayam.

Minister: They have said so many things in the name of çästra. They have said so many things in the name of çästra. That you are making it one is very good.

Prabhupäda: No, those who are approved çästra is accepted by the äcäryas. 

Çästra, which is accepted by the äcärya, that is çästra. 

You cannot make. As you cannot manufacture religion, you cannot manufacture çästras. Approved by the äcäryas. Äcäryopäsanam. Therefore Kåñëa says also that you should know from the äcärya. Everyone. They are preaching Bhagavad-gétä with the purpose of killing Kåñëa. Everyone. The politicians, the scholars, the rascals, and everyone. The main purpose is how to kill Kåñëa. In Bombay I have got a very big friend, you know him. I do not wish to disclose his name. He has set aside ten lakhs of rupees for preaching Gétä. 

But he wants Gétä without Kåñëa. 

Räma without Sétä. Rävaëa's policy. 

Take away Sétä. Räma will remain alone. 

So take away Gétä and cut Kåñëa. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. (pause) Our farming projects, very successful. Now here Badrukaji is also giving us some land. (indistinct)

Hari-çauri: Väsughoña.

Prabhupäda: So we have got big program. 

Any amount of money you bring to us, we shall spend it immediately. 

(pause) (kértana in background) (break) There is a logic, andha-paìgu-nyäya. One man is blind. Another man is lame. Both are useless. When they combined together the lame man was taken by the blind man. So the lame man has got eyes, he was giving direction, "Go this way." So both their work was done. So I say that India is lame and America is blind. Let us combine together. Then we can give a great culture for the benefit of the whole human society. India has no money--lame. And they have got money but they have no knowledge. So let us combine together. This is logic. Andha-paìgu-nyäya. So by this cooperation they have... When I was in India I published three parts of Çrémad-Bhägavatam with great difficulty. And now since I have gone there I am publishing every month a book. So on account of their cooperation we are able to publish so many books and organize the sale all over the world. 

But it is true that this culture is very much welcome all over the world. That is happening. 

That is real execution of the mission of Kåñëa. Not to keep Kåñëa within the boundaries of certain areas. Ahaà béja-pradaù pitä. Sarva-yoniñu kaunteya. He's the father of all living entities. They should know it. We have got many other films also. 

How we are giving protection to the cows in different farms, 

how we are getting sumptuous milk. 

Two years ago there was an article in the Navabhärata Times in Delhi, big article, one full page, first page. And the heading was that NEW Vrindaban (Hindi). They gave this heading. And they gave all details how to use the land New Vrindaban in Virginia, we have got one thousand acre of land and they are utilizing it. How they are living peacefully. 

So we want to make an example here with this six hundred acres of land, if it is given to us. 

Kåñëa's formula is there. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Produce sufficient quantity of anna. 

Everyone will be satisfied. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. 

Krsna never says
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  by factory  bhavanti bhütäni. 

Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù yajïäd bhavati parjanyo yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù. Yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù. 

This formula should be... 

That is Kåñëa's mission. 
Kåñëa's mission, 

what to speak of Kåñëa's mission (Hindi). 

Kåñëa to carry personally, (indistinct), aham ädir hi devänäm. (Hindi) Kåñëa niräkära. He's personally speaking. And Vyäsadeva writes bhagavän uväca. (Hindi)
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The uncivilized man, they cannot produce food; therefore they kill animal. In the forest they live, and they kill some animals and eat. They cannot... They have no such knowledge that the forest can be cleared and we can till the ground and we can get very nice foodstuff, foodgrains, vegetables, so many things. Kåñi, agriculture. So the land is there, but this uncivilized man does not know how to get the necessities of life from land. They do not know. Otherwise, in the land everything is there. It is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, sarva-dughä mahé. Sarva-dughä. No. Sarva-käma-dughä mahé. Käma, käma means the necessities. We can get all the necessities of our life from the land. The land is so important. But the uncivilized man, they do not know how to utilize the land. Therefore they commit sinful activities for their existence. Instead of utilizing land for the necessities of life, unnecessarily... Although they are civilized—they should not have done so—they are killing animals.

The animal killing is for the uncivilized man, one who cannot get the necessities of life by intelligence. [ ]

This is called transmigration of the soul—from one body to another. That body is given by superior examination, Yamaräja. Yamaräja fixes up what kind of body this soul will get. Karmaëä daiva-netreëa [SB 3.31.1] [SB 3.31.1]. Just like in the court, there is case, and the magistrate decides what kind of punishment this criminal should be awarded. So similarly, here in this material world, we are simply engaged in sinful activities. Here the so-called pious and impious, that is simply imagination. Really, if I am actually pious, I should not get this material body. Just like to remain in the prison house means criminal. You may be a first-class prisoner, it doesn't matter, but you are a prisoner. You are a criminal. Sometimes the big, big politicians, they are put into the jail and they're given all comforts. But that does not mean he's not a criminal. He's a criminal. Either he may be Gandhi or anyone, because he's put into the jail he's a criminal. Similarly, anyone who is enwrapped with this material body, he's a criminal. He's a criminal. Either he may be in the heavenly planet or in this earthly planet or in the cats' and dogs' life or insect or aquatics. There are varieties of life. Every one of us, as long as we are put into this material body, it is to be understood that we are all criminal.

Therefore Kåñëa said,

yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà janänäà puëya-karmaëäm

te dvandva-moha-nirmuktä bhajante mäà dåòha-vratäù

 [Bg. 7.28]

The kåñëa-bhajana is not so easy thing. Yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpam. One who is completely free from the reaction of päpa, he cannot (can) take to Kåñëa consciousness. But in the ordinary way, karma... According to karma... Just like you are working to earn some money, businessman, karma. So ordinary way you have to work very hard day and night to get some money. Suppose if you want one lakh of rupees or one crore of rupees, you have to work for it. But there is another way. Suppose one rich man gives you, that "You haven't got to work. Take this one lakh of rupees or one crore of rupees. You take it." That is another way. Ordinary way to accumulate crores of rupees, it may not be possible in your life. But if some friend or some rich man becomes kind upon you and delivers you, "Take it," you can get it immediately, without any hard labor. Similarly, Kåñëa, the supreme rich man, supreme rich being, is offering you, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm... [Bg. 18.66]. "You haven't got to do anything. Come on. You surrender unto Me, and I give you immediately liberation." Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù. There is no anxiety.

So that is Kåñëa. He can give you immediately liberation. Simply you have to surrender. Therefore He's deva-deva. Sometimes we go to this demigod, to that demigod for some material perfection or ultimate liberation. But Kåñëa can give you liberation within a second. That is Kåñëa. Within a second. Otherwise, it is not very easy. Äruhya kåcchreëa paraà padaà tataù patanty adho 'nädåta-yuñmad-aìghrayaù [SB 10.2.32]. The jïänés, they are trying for liberation and undergoing very severe type of austerity and penances. Kåcchreëa. Kåcchreëa means very severe type of austerities they undergo. But still they fall down. Äruhya kåcchreëa paraà padaà tataù patanty adho 'nädåta-yuñmad-aìghrayaù [SB 10.2.32]. One who does not understand Kåñëa, then his knowledge, his so-called jïäna... Maybe to some extent it is perfect, but it is not completely perfect. Completely perfect will be possible when you understand Kåñëa.

So if you go on the ordinary way, from the karma platform to jïäna platform, from jïäna platform to yoga platform, but ultimately you have to come to the bhakti platform. If you do not come to the bhakti platform, then there is no question of liberation. That is not possible. You can get better position by karma, jïäna, yoga. Suppose a yogi, he can achieve many wonderful things. Suppose we can fly in the sky by airplane. Many hundreds of miles we can. But a yogi, within a second he can reach even the sun planet. That yogic perfection is there. Präpti-siddhi. It is called präpti-siddhi. A perfect yogi, simply by catching the beam of sunlight, he can go to the sun planet. He can go to the moon planet. Within a second. That is called yoga-siddhi. But even if you go to the sun planet or moon planet by yoga-siddhi or material science, what is the profit? There is no profit. Kåñëa says, äbrahma-bhuvanäl lokäù punar ävartino 'rjuna: [Bg. 8.16] "Even if you approach the topmost planet, Brahmaloka, you have to come back again." Again come back, again become grass and again be eaten by cows, and again somebody drinks milk, and he gets the semina, again gives you birth in the womb of woman. These subtle laws they do not know, how things are happening in the subtle ways.

Therefore Arjuna knows, but for our education he's asking Kåñëa that "Wherefrom this high temperature is coming?" Kim idaà svit kuto veti deva-deva na vedmi. We cannot understand. It is not possible. So many things are there even in this material world we cannot understand. We cannot get full information. But if we take Kåñëa's instruction... He's giving personally the instruction in the Bhagavad-gétä. If we take care of them, then we can understand everything very easily. Kåñëa consciousness movement is so nice that simply by understanding Kåñëa, you can understand everything. yasmin vijïäte sarvam idaà vijïätaà bhavati. 
So this is the all-perfect knowledge, perfect culture, 
perfect advancement of civilization. So everyone should take to it and all questions should be, is answered by Kåñëa. 
You take it and become a perfect man.

Room Conversation        September 5, 1976, Våndävana

Haàsadüta: If it's three rupees, thirty paisa a day for eating, soap, and toothpaste...

Prabhupäda: No soap. Take this Rädhä-kuëòa's... Why soap? You are so devotee of Rädhä-kuëòa, why you require soap? This is nonsense. You take earth (Ed: with water) from the Rädhä-kuëòa or Våndävana. Våndävana-dhüli. Why you require soap? (Hindi) Nim datun? I was doing nim datun(?) until the teeth fell down. You will know that I was collecting nim. But now it is impossible. That also I have manufactured my own toothpaste. I purchase only the brush and I made my toothpaste at home. I never used any toothpaste. Even in my young days. I never used. You have seen it practically. Not only that now I have become sannyäsé. When I was gåhastha I never used. When I was gåhastha I was using that nim datun(?) regularly. And I can give you the paste. So if you cannot use nim datun, you can use this paste. Very simple. (Hindi conversation for some time) [  ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. So there was hard struggle. It is not that so easy for... In 1965 to '66, 66-67, regular hard struggle.

Haàsadüta: Yes, I know that's a crisis.

Prabhupäda: You know that. Hard struggle. So Kåñëa gave us some facility. Now we have got some framework. Do it very cautiously. Unnecessarily exhausting what we... sato våtteù sädhu-saìge. That is Rüpa Gosvämé's line. We should be very honest and live with sädhu, those who are devotees. Täìdera caraëa-sebi-bhakta-sane bäs. First of all our mission should be how to serve the Gosvämés.

You cannot act independently. Caitanya Mahäprabhu...

çré-caitanya-mano 'bhéñöaà

sthäpitaà yena bhü-tale

[When will Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé Prabhupäda, who has established within this material world the mission to fulfill the desire of Lord Caitanya, give me shelter under his lotus feet?]

 That should be our prayer. When Rüpa Gosvämé, who has established the mission of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, when I shall get shelter of his lotus feet. And that is... Narottama däsa Öhäkura prays, täìdera caraëa-sebi. Täìdera means the six Gosvämés. Ei chay gosäi yäìr täìr mui däs. I'm servant of that person who is engaged in the service of the six Gosvämés. And we pray to our Guru Mahäräja, rüpänuga-viruddhäpasiddhänta-dhvänta-häriëe. Anyone who is going against the decision of Rüpa Gosvämé, reject him. Rüpänuga-viruddhäpasiddhänta-dhvänta. This is our process. Ei chay gosäi yäìr.

rüpa-raghunätha-pade hoibe äkuti

kabe häma bujhabo se jugala-périti

Who will understand Rädhä-Kåñëa's loving affairs unless one has gone really through the instruction of Rüpa Gosvämé. Rädhä-Kåñëa loving affairs is not so easy. Rädhä-kuëòa is not so easy that by force I go to Rädhä-kuëòa and become a candidate.

rüpa-raghunätha-pade hoibe äkuti

kabe häma bujhabo se jugala-périti

Narottama däsa Öhäkura is hankering, "When I shall understand about Rädhä-kuëòa, Rädhä-Kåñëa's prema? Such liberated great devotees, äcäryas, they are hankering. Rüpa-raghunätha-pade hoibe äkuti, kabe häma bujhabo. When I shall understand? And they have understood immediately everything. (Hindi) That is solved. Not so easy. Caitanya Mahäprabhu has given us the facility.

abodha karuëä-sindhu käciyä mahän

prahläda brahmä durlab prema nitäi kore dhana(?)

That is the special verse. It is not very easy thing. Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. Don't take things very easily. Things are very serious. Therefore we have to go step by step. That is, Narottama däsa Öhäkura said, täìdera saìge. Aim should be how to serve Rüpa-Raghunätha. And bhakta-sane bäs, to stay with pure devotee who has no other intention. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam [Brs. 1.1.11]. This is the process. So do it carefully. That's all.

Devotees: Jaya, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. [break] In the morning we shall go to take my milk from the goat. I'll go early so that I may take the first. And come back, then take my bath early in the morning. I did not take hot water. Cold water. Even in severe winter. Then?
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Prabhupäda: Restless, that's all. Mind not fixed up. Restless. Now what he'll do with that four thousand rupees? It is very good program. If I get some thousands of rupees and sit down in Rädhä-kuëòa and eat, that is very good idea.

Gopäla Kåñëa: I think we can find him. We know where he is.

Prabhupäda: You can find him, that is not difficult, but what is his mentality. Why he has gone to Rädhä-kuëòa if he was teaching here? You cannot rely upon him. When he'll go (indistinct). Rädhä-kuëòa, Rädhäräëé's place, if anyone thinks that it is very easy to remain in Rädhä-kuëòa, the topmost place. Rüpa Gosvämé has spoken--he must speak about Rädhä-kuëòa. But what he has spoken about other things? 
atyähäraù prayäsaç ca
prajalpo niyamägrahaù
jana-saìgaç ca laulyaà ca
ñaòbhir bhaktir vinaçyati
So Rädhä-kuëòa, who will live Rädhä-kuëòa? One is topmost devotee, and if he mixes with third-class devotee, how he is fit for living in Rädhä-kuëòa? There is no difference between Rädhä-kuëòa and Rädhäräëé. So how you can jump over Rädhäräëé? Rädhä-kuëòa and Rädhäräëé nondifferent. How you can enjoy Rädhä-kuëòa by swimming? You cannot touch with your feet even Rädhä-kuëòa. You can take little water and keep it on the head. That is respectful to Rädhä-kuëòa. Of course, things are going on like that, but strictly speaking, Rädhä-kuëòa should be respected as Rädhäräëé herself. That is Rädhä-kuëòa consciousness. Highest Rädhä-kuëòa consciousness. And if you want to live in Rädhä-kuëòa, then why he has taken four thousand rupees from Giriräja?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Actually, Giriräja gave him that money to buy books for our library of our new temple, for the library...

Prabhupäda: So why should he take, why should he take the responsibility for purchasing if he's interested in Rädhä-kuëòa?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes, that's not right. He had his own money also. He just got a lot of money from his wife. Three, four hundred dollars he told me.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Money is not the strength for understanding Rädhäräëé. If you have got some money, by the strength of money you'll understand Rädhäräëé. That is another bogus thing. Rädhäräëé...

Indian man: (Hindi conversation for some time)

Gopäla Kåñëa: Giriräja was asking me for the books.

Prabhupäda: Just see. The man who paid him, he was inquiring where are the books? (Hindi) That Mukunda, his class friend, he was doing that. So Caitanya Mahäprabhu rejected him. (Hindi) "He goes everywhere." (Hindi) We have got index in Caitanya-caritämåta. You can find out what is the meaning of... (Hindi) ...one who is rejected.
Room Conversation                September 6, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa's bhakti-nitya-siddha is already there. Otherwise it was not possible to become so successful in the foreign countries. They are not fools, accepting something bogus.
Harikeça: Kåñëa consciousness has succeeded amongst all kinds of religions. It's succeeded amongst all kinds of religions, amongst all kinds of nations.
Prabhupäda: Everything.

Harikeça: All kinds of economic systems.
Prabhupäda: Kåñëa says mattaù parataraà nänyat [Bg. 7.7]."There is nothing greater than Me." How anything can exceed Kåñëa? You present Kåñëa right, then Kåñëa will exceed anything. Any department of knowledge, any department of activity. Anything. Supreme, Parataram. Para-taram. Tara is used—superlative. If our men become serious to distribute... Of course it is not possible that the whole world will be Kåñëa conscious, but at least they will know that there is such a thing. I may know at least there is diamond. I may not be able to purchase. That everyone can know. There is a very valuable jewel. Even though he has not seen it, still he'll appreciate that there is a very valuable jewel known as diamond. That much will also help. When he has got money he can purchase it. [break] Because gentleman will come you have to break this wall. What is this nonsense?

Akñayänanda: Yes, actually I didn't want it broken.
Prabhupäda: You didn't know but it is going on.

Akñayänanda: Now they have to finish.

Prabhupäda: Any rascal comes, he gives some order. This is the difficulty.
Akñayänanda: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Any rascal comes, he's a third-class man, he gives some idea.
Akñayänanda: I'm going to get this work finished today definitely.
Prabhupäda: He has no position, he is third-class man. He has given some idea. "Here, you break it." That is the nature. And how long this work will continue? Throughout the whole life?
Akñayänanda: No. I'm going to finish it today.
Prabhupäda: You say no, but it is going on. You simply say no, yes, no, very good. That's all.

Akñayänanda: When I go away and I come back and the wall is broken what can I do?

Prabhupäda: Don't go.

Akñayänanda: That's right.
Prabhupäda: You don't manufacture idea. Don't go to (indistinct) others to manufacture ideas.
Akñayänanda: Right, right.
Prabhupäda: Simply manufacturing idea.

Akñayänanda: I understand.

Prabhupäda: In Bombay also they have manufactured idea. One hole, one lift. There is no need, and you have manufactured some idea. Very expert in manufacturing nonsense ideas.

Hari-çauri: The thing is how to distinguish between what's a good idea...
Prabhupäda: You have to take ideas from your guru.
Akñayänanda: From intelligence.
Prabhupäda: Therefore gurum eväbhigacchet. Why do you manufacture yourself? Consult the authority. Then do it. That is intelligence. Why do you think that you are very intelligent? That is materialism. The more you remain that "I am a fool," that is good. And as soon as you become over-intelligent, then, that's finished. So Europeans, Americans, they are over-intelligent. They have intelligence, over-intelligence. Unnecessarily. They manufacture a machine for shaving. Gnowgnowgnow gnowgnow (makes machine sound). (Laughter) And they have wasted so much time. So much time. But people like it.

Akñayänanda: Prabhupäda, if we don't use soap, the question has come up, how to wash the clothes. How to wash the cloth. If you do not use any soap, the question has come up, how to wash cloth. By beating only? Sufficient?

Prabhupäda: For washing cloth you require soap. But does not... You require everything, but because you are spending without any sense... So I calculated yesterday the whole thing, Deity worship, Deity püjä, will require five hundred rupees per month.

Garden Conversation(2)             September 7, 1976, Våndävana

Hari-çauri: Police, ambulance, fires.

Prabhupäda: How the city life is attractive we cannot understand.

Hari-çauri: (laughs) Ask him. He's always telling us how New York is the best place in the world.

Prabhupäda: You were born in New York?

Devotee: No.

Prabhupäda: That is mother and... (laughter) Janané jana. (Sanskrit) Any rotten place, but birthplace has got some attraction.

Harikeça: I feel perfectly at home there.

Prabhupäda: That is natural. Just like when I go to Calcutta. Therefore a sannyäsé is forbidden to live in his native place. There will be attraction. Caitanya Mahäprabhu never returned to Navadvépa. (break) ...no striking six o'clock. Did you mark it?

Room Conversation                September 9, 1976, Våndävana

[break] ...some time, that one piece of wire lying in one place, one piece of bamboo was lying in another place, and one dry shell of a squash was lying. So one intelligent man collected. So this dry shell became the tamburä's what is called...

Hari-çauri: I don't know. Like sound chamber. What do you call it?

Prabhupäda: Sound chamber may be called. So with that dry squash he made the sound chamber. The bamboo he fixed up and the wire upon it and then it became a "Tin, tin, tin, tin..." (laughs) Our organization is like that. I was loitering in the street. Somebody was over there, somebody was there. Not combined together, International Society String Band. Yes. Separately we are all useless. Eh?

Hari-çauri: No, we were useless. You were never useless.

Prabhupäda: No, your assistance was required. How you can be useless? We're all useless. But combined together, now we have become a stringed instrument. This is very good example. Separately... Just like the same logic, andha-khaïja. Separately, andha is useless, and khaïja is useless. Blind and lame. They cannot do anything. But combined together, they become useful.

Room Conversation                September 12, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: I have seen, Gandhi wanted to organize a program, village (break) ...in the field, that this program for constructing toilet in the village,

they have spent so much. (Ed: sound familiar?)
You know that? The first business was toilet. To restrict them to pass stool here and there, they must have. Now in constructing that toilet paraphernalia, (indistinct), they...

Therefore it failed, village organization. Not for that purpose.

There were many purpose.

Because they had no engagement, so why they should remain in the village? There are so many attraction in the city, and they get money. The factory-wallas, they're inviting, "Come here. You shall get twenty rupees per day." Why shall he remain in the village? So if you can organize in the villages, they are

interested in chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra and getting nice prasädam, then...

One must have some attachment.

In the city there are so many artificial attachments. So on what ground they'll remain in the village? Mind, always remember this.

Unless you have got some attachment, there is no possibility.

Gandhi's program was very nice, village organize so that they may not come to the city and help the capitalists.

Remain satisfied in the village.

But where is that satisfaction? That is the failure.

Lokanätha: If they add the holy name to their lives, they will...

Prabhupäda: Yes. If they could understand that. That will be helpful if you chant. Therefore Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's statement will never be false. Ceto-darpaëa-märjanam.
If they chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, then gradually the dirty things accumulated within the heart will be cleansed.
And if he comes to the understanding, clear idea, that "I want to eat something and my necessities...
So if I get my necessities,

primary necessities of life, and satisfaction of mind,

then why shall I go to city?"

That they can have very easily. If they follow the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä, that

"Your first necessity is food."

So produce food here.

Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. And you'll find here so much land is lying vacant. Because they have gone to the city for twenty rupees daily to manufacture Goodyear tire. And who will work here? Now I have seen in Delhi, the government is advertising, "Go back to the village." Rascal, you are manufacturing wine and keeping them engaged whole day in the work. So after being tired, he requires some wine. And why he'll go? And no spiritual education, no cleanliness. Simply inviting "Go to the village" they will go?

Lokanätha: Just a propaganda.

Prabhupäda: No, they're thinking that so many people are coming to the cities, how we shall provide them? That's a problem. After all government has to supply them rations. Where is so much foodstuff? And if they are not supplied, then there will be resentment. That's a fact. What they are doing in the city, so many scooter (makes motor sound), going here and there. Actually no engagement.
The girls are loitering in the street by dressing.
It will become more and more problems, city life.

So this is the solution, that they must go back to the village.

But they are trained up to enjoy the facilities, so-called facilities, of the city.

They are not going to village. But if we can introduce this hari-saìkértana, and if they have little taste, that is success. It's a great program. And that taste will come--ceto-darpaëa-märjanam. If he simply becomes little sober that "I want to eat, I have to sleep, I want some sense enjoyment and defense. So if I can get easily in the village, why shall I go three hundred miles away? Just keep in mind the psychology.

So that simple life will be possible if one is bhakta. Bhaktiù pareçänubhavo viraktir anyatra syät.
Only by devotion. Not by otherwise. Not by artificial means, by manufacturing toilet. Only bhakti. 

If they get little attachment for Kåñëa the questions will be solved automatically. 

And they will be happy. Undoubtedly. 

That is the Caitanya Mahäprabhu's first instruction. Ceto-darpaëa. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Very good life. Very good life. The village life.
Provided he has got proper engagement. Otherwise his mind will be disturbed, and he'll seek after wine, after women, after this, after that. Devil's workshop.

Room Conversation       September 16, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Yes, also. Otherwise, we have seen in our childhood how happy people were. They were. Simple. If one has five rupees income per month he's happy. I've seen it. Husband, wife, a small family. If he has got five rupees income, they can maintain very nicely, happily. Why not? Suppose he has got five rupees income. The rice was selling at four rupees. So two person, say one-fourth kg., one-fourth share each. A gentleman cannot eat more than that. So means half a share. And the whole month, fifteen share. It is about one rupee eight annas. And further, one rupees eight annas add for vegetables and other things. With three rupees they can maintain, the husband and wife. And two rupees still there. He can spend for other purposes. I have seen it. Fresh vegetables, rice, this and... Just like with banana leaf. The pots were of earthen, the wife is cooking and she's utilizing dry foliage as fuel, a little temperature, everything is cooked. The husband takes one banana leaf and spreads, and the wife gives sufficient rice, vegetables. And things were so cheap. I have seen it. And fresh.

Haàsadüta: Yes, everything, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Anything fresh. Any cultivator, he has got little land surrounding his house and he's growing vegetables like squash, chilis, and some spinage, spinach?

Haàsadüta: Spinach, çäka.
Prabhupäda: Yes. And...

Haàsadüta: Eggplant.

Prabhupäda: Eggplant. And this banana. So whatever he's grown he takes in a basket, goes to the market, immediately sold. And they're all fresh. Collected in the morning, and it is sold by eight o'clock. All fresh vegetables. There was no export, there was no facility of transport. These rascals introduced transport. Big scale transport, this railway. There was no railway. So transport means this villager, instead of selling locally or one mile away, he will dispatch in Calcutta. The Calcutta people, they are sitting on table and smoking and printing paper money and exploit.

Haàsadüta: We had this experience when we were traveling with our bus from Calcutta to Våndävana. We would want to buy watermelon from people who were growing right on the bank of the river, and he would have huge piles. And he would say, "No, I'm not selling. I'm transporting these to Delhi, where one cannot get watermelon." He's getting five times the price he would get in his local...

Prabhupäda: And from Våndävana, we have seen, they are exporting that drumbeats? Våndävana?

Hari-çauri: Drumsticks.

Prabhupäda: Huh? Drumstick. So the transport is a dangerous thing.
Haàsadüta: Yes, this is a scheme.

Prabhupäda: A local man cannot get. He's starving. And the man in big cities, 

he's doing nothing, 

he simply has got paper to sign and paper money he's attracting. 

All production. And they are starving. This is modern civilization. Everything, milk, vegetables, fish, everything, this chänä. 

Otherwise, within the village you can get everything. 

Village economy. Everything very cheap. 

And as soon as they got these transport facilities, the local men, they could not eat, and these lazy rascals, they are getting everything. Big, big cities like Calcutta, Bombay, they (have) millions of population. They are not producing anything. 

The producer is different man. 

They are simply artificially cheating them by paper money and they take. 

This is modern civilization.

Haàsadüta: And on the basis of this transporting of food, other industries grow. Like for instance packing. Sometimes the package costs more than the item which is being packaged.

Prabhupäda: Especially in your country. Packing is more important than the... They sent me some presentation in a huge package.

Haàsadüta: Consequently those persons who are farmers, they become discouraged.

Prabhupäda: Now it has become a problem how to throw these packings.

Haàsadüta: Yes, this is another problem.

Hari-çauri: Yes. Plastic they can't dispose of, glass.

Prabhupäda: Simply creating problems. Lavana haila ithe gatila jagya.(?) 

This modern civilization, they could not make any profit. 

They have created some problems, that's all. 

Very dangerous civilization.

Room Conversation                September 26, 1976, Våndävana
Prabhupäda: I was living with servant and two sons. So I helped to start... (break) ...took from my friends, I collected some money and... So other important members said, "Why Abhaya Bäbu is living separately? He should be the president of the Bombay." I never said, but they said. I was living separately. Then Prabhupäda requested, I mean to say, pleaded in my behalf so many things. He said three words, "It is better that he is living outside your company. He will do, when time will come, he'll do himself everything. You haven't got to recommend him." These very words. (break) 

...Kåñëa require any president or any GBC. 

He's giving chance to everyone, that's all. 

Otherwise thousands of presidents and thousands of GBC may come and go, 

His work will go on. 

Kåñëa is complete Himself. He doesn't require anyone's help. That is Kåñëa. (break) ...sei hetu pracära. One who has got life, he can preach. One is dead, what he can do? He used to say.

Room Conversation                   October 9, 1976, Aligarh

Indian man: Mahäräja, you wanted to have milk and apple.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's all...

Garden Conversation                 October 9, 1976, Aligarh

It is expected, one president or one king in one planet. That was formerly. On this planet there was one king. The Päëòavas, up to Mahäräja Parékñit. Five thousand years ago. One king of the whole world.

One kingdom, one ruling, one culture, Vedic culture. Gradually we're losing...

The culture is lost and anyone is doing as he likes.

No king, no ruling. Therefore chaotic condition. 
Otherwise, according to God's plan, 
every planet there is one chief person ruling. [ ]

So everyone can be raised to the platform of Kåñëa consciousness. There is no difficulty. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement. So from early in the morning He is teaching. Udilo aruëa püraba-bhäge dwija-maëi gorä amani jäge. He was not lazy. He was very busy. From early in the morning. So if we at least pretend to follow Caitanya Mahäprabhu, we cannot sleep. We must rise early in the morning. If you want to follow Caitanya Mahäprabhu, there is no question of sleeping in the morning.

One must get up at least one and a half hours before the sunrise.

That is maìgala-ärati.

Maìgala-ärati means to get up early in the morning, take your bath, and be prepared for the maìgala-ärati.
Then begin your chanting, prayer.

This is activity.

It is not... Kåñëa consciousness is not a lazy life. It is not lazy life.

Press Interview                   October 16, 1976, Chandigarh

So in India we have got immense Vedic literature for understanding this business of the soul. And in human form of body, if we do not take care of the spiritual portion of our life, then we are making suicide. That is the proposal of all great personalities born in India, äcäryas like.... Recent.... Formerly, there were big, big äcäryas like Vyäsadeva and others. Devala. Many, many äcäryas. And the recent, within, say, one thousand five hundred years there are, there were many äcäryas like Rämänujäcärya, Madhväcärya, Viñëu Svämé, and within five hundred years Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu. They have also given us many literatures about this spiritual knowledge. But at the present moment this spiritual knowledge is neglected. So it is the Caitanya Mahäprabhu's message to the whole world that every one of you, you become guru, a spiritual master. So how everyone can become a spiritual master? 

To become a spiritual master is not easy job. 

One must be very learned scholar and must have full realization of the self and everything. 

But Caitanya Mahäprabhu has given us a little formula, 

that if you strictly follow the teachings of Bhagavad-gétä 

and if you preach the purpose of Bhagavad-gétä, 

then you become guru. 

The exact words used in Bengali, it is said, yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. To become  guru is very difficult job, but if you simply carry the message of Bhagavad-gétä, and try to convince anyone you meet, then you become a guru. 

So our, this Kåñëa consciousness movement is meant for this purpose. 

We are presenting Bhagavad-gétä as it is without any malinterpretation. 

If we interpret Bhagavad-gétä in our own way that is not very good. If you have got a different opinion, you can preach your philosophy. Everyone is free. But one should not take Bhagavad-gétä and through Bhagavad-gétä one will try to preach his own philosophy. That is very bad. You should not do that. Then the authority of Bhagavad-gétä is lost. If everyone can interpret in his own way, then where is the authority of the Bhagavad-gétä? Just like in the Vedas... We take Vedas as the authority. But if you interpret in your own way and squeeze out some meaning in your own way, then where is authority of the Vedas? So our special stress on this point is that don't squeeze out some meaning of Bhagavad-gétä for your own convenience. Present Bhagavad-gétä as it is, and people will be benefited. And that is being practically seen. We are preaching Bhagavad-gétä as it is. You have seen our book?

Interviewer: When can we put questions?

Devotee: After.

Prabhupäda: Yes, let me finish, that... We are presenting Bhagavad-gétä as it is, and it is being accepted all over the world. People are very much, those who are scholars, they say that even Rädhäkrishnan and Aurobindo, they presented Bhagavad-gétä making some compromise with Western ideas. But here is presentation of Bhagavad-gétä in India's original traditional way. So they welcome it. And this is our, I mean to say, object also, that we cannot allow Bhagavad-gétä to be understood by anyone's imagination. No. That is not possible. And that is not allowed in the Bhagavad-gétä by the author. Kåñëa says in the Fourth Chapter that as soon as the paramparä system of understanding is lost, then the whole thing is lost. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Fourth Chapter, you find, evaà paramparä-präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. Kåñëa says that this Bhagavad-gétä knowledge was first of all given to.... Fourth Chapter. Yes.

imaà ivasvate yogaà proktavän aham avyayam

vivasvän manave präha manur ikñväkave 'bravét

evaà paramparä-präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù

sa käleneha (mahatä) yogo nañöaù parantapa

 [Bg. 4.2]

"Now, this paramparä system being lost, I am again reviving the Bhagavad-gétä again to you, Arjuna." That means the author says if one does not understand Bhagavad-gétä through the paramparä system then the whole thing is lost. So you cannot interpret Bhagavad-gétä in your own way. Then the authority and the purport of Bhagavad-gétä is lost. So we are trying to revive this paramparä system [ ]

Interviewer: What is the reason of the success of your mission in the foreign countries?

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is very intelligent question. We are after material civilization, and they are fed up with material civilization. That is the position. We are now trying to imitate them, a skyscraper building, but they are disgusted with skyscraper building. These boys, they are coming from very respectable family, rich family, and especially in America there is no question of poor man. There is no question of poor man. But still, they do not like the materialistic way of life of their father and grandfathers.

Interviewer: But does that not mean because they are rich they can afford religion.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That is the... Because you are... We have already explained. You are a spiritual being. You cannot be satisfied with material atmosphere in any stage. Just like a fish is an animal of the water. If you bring the fish from water and keep on the land very comfortably, it cannot be comfortable. It is impossible. Similarly, we are all spiritual beings. Any amount of material comforts will never satisfy us, unless we come to the spiritual platform. That is the demand. So now they have satisfied their material demands, but the urge is there, "I want something more, to be happy." And that is spiritual.

Interviewer: What is the procedure of the movement? Do you initiate yourself all the disciples or do your other disciples also do that?

Prabhupäda: Well, initiation or no initiation,
first thing is knowledge. (sound coming on and off, tape recorder faulty.) (break)

...knowledge. Initiation is formality.

Just like you go to a school for knowledge,

and admission is formality.

That is not very important thing. [ ]
Prabhupäda: We're not only chanting, we are giving them work.
We are trying to become self-sufficient,

the same idea of Gandhi's village organization,

so they may not come out from the village.

They'll be satisfied, village economics.

That we are doing. [ ]

Prabhupäda: We are giving cow protection in the country where they are eaten by the people. Their staple food, beef, and they are accepting this movement, giving cow protection.

Interviewer: Which are those areas?

Prabhupäda: West Virginia, Philadelphia, New Orleans, and where? Miami, Canada, Vancouver. Like that.

Interviewer: So if you don't mind, what is bad about eating, people who are eating beef? What is bad about it?

Prabhupäda: Bad means you become bad. That's all. You can see these things are...

Interviewer: But we can eat goat's meat, and other animal's meat.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And the thing is that cow is especially recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä, kåñi-go-rakñya väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam.
That you must produce enough food grains by agriculture and give protection to the cows.

That means if you have got enough food grains to eat
and if you have got enough milk  to get fatty  substance ,

then your whole economic question is solved. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. If you get sufficient food there is no question of agitation.

Everyone is satisfied. (Ed: if Krsna is satisfied eating butter, so can everyone be)
Animal and man. 
So you must produce.

That is recommendation in the Bhagavad-gétä.
Interviewer: Sir, in the modern technological...

Prabhupäda: Modern, we are not talking of modern or... We're talking...

Interviewer: In this age, how has the, you know, instrument of production because of 

this tractor, mechanization of agriculture.

Prabhupäda: So that is your interpretation.
But we are trying to present Bhagavad-gétä as it is.

That is our mission.

That you produce food grains sufficiently and give protection to the cows (Ed: AND bulls) so that 

food grains and milk 

will give you all benefits of economic question.

You'll be satisfied. That's all.
Not only that, I have practically seen that by God's arrangement there are so much land on this planet that you can produce ten times food stuff of the whole population. But they are not doing that. They are utilizing land... Just like in Africa I have seen, enough land is there, but what they are doing? They are keeping some cows and bulls, and when they are grown up... They are not given anything to eat. There is enough grass. And as soon as they are fatty, they are taken to the slaughterhouse. Not for their own eating, but exporting. This business is going on. Similar business is going on in Australia and New Zealand. Unnecessarily they are killing these cows, and this shortage of foodstuff and shortage of milk, this is not good arrangement.
The recommended process in the Bhagavad-gétä, that annäd bhavanti bhütäni.
If you have sufficient foodstuff, then everyone is satisfied.

And it is the duty of the vaiçya class, kåñi go-rakñya väëijyam; go-rakñya väëijyam vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. The, according to Bhagavad-gétä, this is the business of the vaiçyas.
The brähmaëas, they should be very much highly educated, enlightened in spiritual knowledge.

The kñatriyas, they should govern, give protection.
The vaiçyas, they should produce enough food. (Ed: produced on the basis of protected cows and bulls)

And those who are neither brähmaëa nor kñatriya, çüdras, they can help. That's all. This is their....

Then everyone (Ed: including cows)
will be satisfied (Ed: without connection to the slaughterhouse).

The Society will go on. Just like in your body you require brain, the head, you require arms, you require belly, you require legs. Similarly, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra.
That is essential. If you have simply brain and no leg then it is also useless. There must be brain and leg also.

There must be brähmaëa, there must be çüdra, there must be....
Then the social arrangement is perfect.

Interviewer: Would that mean that you support the ancient caste system?

Prabhupäda: Huh? It is not caste system.

It is division of labor. It is not caste system.

A class of men must be intelligent, a class of men must be strong to give protection. And a class of men must be to produce food, and a class of men, general worker.
It is not caste system. Bhagavad-gétä never says caste system. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. According to quality and work.
You have made it caste system.

You have no qualification of a brähmaëa,

you are calling, "I am brähmaëa."

That is caste system.

But if you have got the quality of a brähmaëa and you work as a brähmaëa, that is necessary. That is necessary. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.

Kåñëa's picture, that Bal Gopal. 

He's embracing the calves. 

Kåñëa does not embrace only the gopés, He's embracing the calves also. That is Kåñëa. He's equal to everyone. Mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù. Päpa-yonayaù, so many low-grade forms of life, they're also His.... Devotees are part and parcel. Mamaiväàço jé...
Room Conversation(2)         November 3, 1976, Vrndavana

Prabhupäda: THIS I WANT TO INTRODUCE,
let them be satisfied 

whatever they can produce themselves locally.

What is that, little cloth, little food? 

Any man can produce these things.

There is no difficulty at all. They must agree to this simple life.
Otherwise, everywhere

you can produce your own food and cloth and cottage.
If possible you can construct big buildings.

There is no need.
And they  should be satisfied,

H A P P Y  with  Kåñëa.
Then life is successful.
This I want to introduce  now, anywhere
And  it  IS  PRACTICAL.  It is not something bogus.
It is... We have already experimented. By God's grace we can produce everything from the lands, sarva-käma-dughä mahé, sarva-käma-dughä mahé? You can get everything.

If they are satisfied with this simple life, then they
save time for Kåñëa consciousness and happy life.
In India they don't require even cottage.
One katiya (?) is sufficient. Keeping in one place and lay down. Eight months, at least six months, it is very nice. At night, even in daytime it is very hot, at night it is cool. So you have got very good sleep, soothing, then you become refreshed in the morning. If you have got good sleep at night, then you become refreshed, your health is regained. Hm? If I (indistinct), take morning snäna and cäpäöi. During very hot season they don't take even cäpäöi. They take some fruits, guava and this... What is called that? (Hindi)

Devotee (2): That? Melon.

Prabhupäda: Melon, yes. During hot season you get watermelon, this other melon.

Hari-çauri: Honeydew melon.

Prabhupäda: Honeydew melon, oh very nice. In the upcountries still in the village during daytime they don't eat. During daytime they take some fruits and at night when it is cool, the cool ah, refreshing air, they make some cäpäöi. One time, is it not?

Devotee (2): (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: Eh, (Hindi) In that night because in daytime it is so hot, it is embarrassing to cook and to digest also. Better take food, ah, fruit, this melon, and at night they take 3 or 4 cäpäöis according to the... And good sleep. 

Very happy life it was, all over India. 

There was no question of poverty. People did not know what is poverty 

and now it is poverty. 

They do not get even sufficient food.

Hari-çauri: Industrialization.

Prabhupäda: Ugra-karma. I don't like industrialism.
Devotees: Hare Kåñëa. (end)

Room Conversation              Vrndavana, November 5, 1976

Prabhupäda: You cannot expect that everyone is brähmaëa. No. He has got çüdra mentality, so let him till the ground for Kåñëa. Svakarmaëä tam abhyarcya. He is fit for tilling so let him till and produce grain for Kåñëa.
Jagadéça: Hyderabad?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Hard work. He should be given hard work. This gurukula is for high, high class brähmaëa, kñatriyas, not for the vaiçyas and çüdras. (man laughs in background) No, everyone is required for Kåñëa's service, but there... That I was describing today. 

There must be division. Don't put horse before a cart. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Vaiçya is meant for kåñi...Vaiçyas are meant for producing grain and protecting cows. Yes. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. (Hindi) Some of them are kñatriyas and some of them... Like that. But that is not essential. That is all gone. Now, if one cannot take education, he can be used in farm work, a little hard work.

Jagadéça: (name withheld) is another problem.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jagadéça: (name withheld), (name withheld)'s boy. He is only eight, but he is becoming like a street boy.

Prabhupäda: So let him go to farm working. Farm working is for suitable...

Bhagatji: He likes that. He'll play with cows. He likes dung.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Jagadéça: He likes dung.

Prabhupäda: That's nice. Let him take care. He should take care.

Therefore we must have all these engagement. He'll be encouraged to take care of the cows.
Bhagatji: But he's not in Gurukula. How can you send him? He is with (father's name withheld). (father name withheld) left him for five days. (father name withheld) is keeping him.

Prabhupäda: If the father takes care, that's all right. Otherwise he can go to Hyderabad.

Hyderabad should be for gåhasthas, for plowing, for growing, and flowers, like that. No education required.
Bhagatji: He is not interested in education, not at all.

Prabhupäda: No, no education... That is waste of... For such boys who are not interested, why they should be enforced, education? They are not meant for that. Education is for higher brain, sober brain. And not that everyone has to become literate. It is not required. He can do other work. Yes.

Bhagatji: Prabhupäda means that according to the nature, you engage them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. "You can do this? All right, do it. Why you should be forced to learn Sanskrit? Not necessary. Not necessary."

Dhanurdhara: What of a boy who does the chanting nicely and the kértana nicely but doesn't do the school work nicely?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Dhanurdhara: What of a boy who does the japa very nicely and...

Prabhupäda: Well, japa...
Whether his father is doing japa nicely, that is also doubtful. What to speak of children? Japa, children cannot...

That should not be taken very seriously. Whatever he can do, that's all right.
We should enforce, we should... But not that if he does not immediately, he should be rejected. No.

Jagadéça: You've often said the first-class intelligent men are the brähmaëas, second-class intelligent men are the kñatriyas...
Prabhupäda: So we have to train like that, guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù, 

not that everyone should be Sanskrit scholar. Why? It is not necessary. 

There are so many other things.

Jagadéça: The inclination depends on guëa-karma.
Prabhupäda: (Bengali) Although by nature we should not enforce something. We should see for which work he is suitable. You should engage him.

And we must have all departments of work--the weaving department, the plowing department, the cow-keeping department, the Sanskrit department, the English department, the trading department. We should have all the departments. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
Jagadéça: Head, arms, belly, and legs.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Whichever suitable, that... One must be suitable for any of these. It is the guide's intelligence: for which purpose he is suitable engage him, like that. That is required, not that everyone has to become a big scholar in Sanskrit. That is not required. Let him come to gurukula, but if he is not suitable...

Gurukula, this... So far character is con..., that is for everyone.

Just like early rise in the morning, chanting, and going to the... (Ed: Jamuna?)

What is the objection? Anyone can do it. That is practice. And for working, if he is not suitable for higher education, let him go to the farm, take care of the cows and grow food, flowers, fruits, eat, and dance and chant. Chanting, dancing, everyone will take part. There is no doubt.

Bhagatji: How to mend him from lies? He speaks lies.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bhagatji: How to mend from lies?

Prabhupäda: That is by your good association. What lies he tells? Don't believe him at all. That's all. Take him that he speaks only lies. Then don't believe. Whatever he says, you force him to do. Take him that he speaks only lies. Why should you consult him? He's a liar. But see that he's working, that's all. Now we are getting so much land. We can develop. We can utilize everyone's service. That requires brain. Not that "He cannot do this. Therefore reject him"--no, engage him in some other...

Room Conversation                  Vrndavana, November 6, 1976

We should stop all rascal plan and should  take the plan given by God. 

Then it will be...

Everything will be all right. 

Simple solution.

The God's plan is there in this book. 

Let us take it. Then everything solved.
But "No, we are scientist. We are philosopher. We are big man, politician. We shall make our own." Do and suffer. God has given freedom: "All right." Yathecchasi tathä kuru. Kåñëa said in the Bhagavad-gétä after explaining Arjuna everything, then He asked,

"What you have decided? 

Your plan or My plan?"

So Kåñëa said, "I am giving you freedom. Whatever you like, you can do." 

The plan is there. Now it is up to us to accept it or reject it. 

If you reject, you suffer. 

If you accept, you become happy.

Annäd bhavanti bhütäni, annäd.

Jagadéça: This one?

Prabhupäda: Yes, the outside.
So all philosophers, all scientists, all politicians, 

let us combine together.

(Ed: there are NO vaisyas producing by protecting of cows and bulls, NO ksatriyas protecting THEM and living on tax of THAT, NO sudras prepared to assist them to live on THAT, and NO “brahmanas” prepared to learn and teach these occupations to form varnasrama dharma and live only on the charity of THAT)

EVERYONE  IS  A BUTCHER. (Ed: “LESS than chandala”)
(Ed: including “vegetarians” who buy milk products from the dairy slaughterhouse and food  grains  produced and transported by means of “death personified”)

Formerly there was distinction, "Here is a butcher; here is a religious man." 

At the present moment  everyone is a butcher. 
(Ed: “NO prescribed duties” i.e as above)
Who is religious man? 

There was division, at least one class, 

first-class man, second-class man, third-class man. 

Then, if there is ideal first-class man, even the fourth-class, third man, 
he'll take the idea, "Oh, here is first-class." 

But there is no first-class man. All fourth-class men. 
So who will give idea? 

And they want to remain fourth-class. If you say that "You become first-class," they will laugh. 

"What is the use of becoming first-class?" 

First-class means, find out, çamo damas titikñä, then, brahma-karma svabhäva-jam.

"Peacefulness, self-control, austerity, purity, tolerance, honesty, wisdom, knowledge, and religiousness--these are the qualities by which the brähmaëas work."

Prabhupäda: And if I teach that "I'll teach you how to become truthful," they will laugh. People will say, "Can anyone exist nowadays, simply becoming truthful?" Then damaù, self-controlled. If I say, "Come here. I shall teach you how to control your senses," he will laugh, that "What is this nonsense? We shall enjoy life and shall control senses?" This is the description of the first-class man, çamo damas titikñä ärjava, saralatä, simplicity. No one is prepared to become first-class man. 

They will laugh. These are all primitive ideas.

Dr. Kneupper: You think there is nobody like that?

Prabhupäda: Not nobody, there are. But people generally will not like, that "These are primitive ideas, to become truthful, simple, and controlling the mind, controlling... These are all imaginary things. How one can live in the struggle for existence by becoming truthful?" They will say like that. Therefore everyone is fourth-class. And the second-class man, kñatriya?
Hari-çauri:
çauryaà tejo dhåtir däkñyaà yuddhe cäpy apaläyanam
dänam éçvara-bhävaç ca kñätraà karma svabhäva-jam
"Heroism, power, determination, resourcefulness, courage in battle, generosity, and leadership are the qualities of work for the kñatriyas."

Prabhupäda: This is kñatriya. Now, who is kñatriya? A fourth-class man, he never seen battlefield and by vote he becomes president. And here kñatriya means yuddhe cäpy apaläyanam. If there is fight he must come forward first of all. He is in his palace, and he's engaging common men, "Go and fight." When there was Battle of Kurukñetra Arjuna and Duryodhana, they came first. Because the battle was decided as soon as the leader is dead. No more fight. So they used to come first. This is kñatriya. Where is that kñatriya? And they are becoming politicians simply by votes, all third-class, fourth-class men. What he'll do? 

Everyone is trying to keep his position by hook and crook. How he'll think of the people? 

How they will be happy? He is thinking of his own happiness. And these are politicians.

There is no kñatriya. There is no brähmaëa. And there is no vaiçya. 

What is the vaiçya?
Hari-çauri: Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam.
Prabhupäda: Hm. A vaiçya means he should provide food.

So food means agriculture and giving protection to the cows.

If you have got sufficient food grains and milk, 

the whole food question is solved. 

And these rascals, they are not giving protection to the cows, but they are killing cows.

So there is no third-class men even.

All fourth-class. So how you can be happy under the control of fourth-class men? There is no first-class men, no second-class men, even no third-class. That means all fourth-class, fifth-class. That's all. 

This is the human society, combination of fourth, fifth, tenth-class men. 

Tenth-class. 

The fourth-class... There are fourth-class men and more than that, fifth-class men, uncivilized. 

Aborigines, they are fifth class. 

Kiräta-hüëändhra-pulinda-pulkaçä äbhéra-çumbhä yavanäù khasädayaù. There are so many. In the human civilized...

Civilization means there must be first-class men, second-class men, third-class men, fourth-class men. Then rest all fifth-class, up to tenth-class.
But at the present moment there is some fourth-class men and

all fifth-class, sixth-class,
up to tenth-class.
So how we can be happy?

There is no first-class men, there is no second-class men,

not even third-class men.

Who is caring for  agriculture? (Ed: on the basis of bull protection?)

They are preparing Goodyear tire. Now eat tires. You rascal, eat tires. How long you'll eat tires? If there is no customer for tire, that means... So that is coming. And I went to Detroit about six months ago. There're factories. They have manufactured the wheels, huge stock. That means they are not selling. And the Goodyear Tire, they advertising, "So many millions tires we are manufacturing." You have been in Detroit? Yes. They're proud that "We have manufactured so many tires, so many wheels." 

The time will come when there will be no purchaser for tires and wheels, 

and they'll starve. That is coming. What they will do? If they become hungry there is no food grain. For some time they will eat, killing the cows, and then there will be no food, and what these tire and wheels will do? 

But there is no first-class brain that "We are wasting time by manufacturing tires and wheels. 

Without wheels we could live, but how we shall live without food grain?" 

There is no brain, 

no first-class men, no second-class men, no third-class men.

Dr. Kneupper: There are farmers who produce... 

Prabhupäda: Well, in your country there is some adjustment because it is very big country and you are all intelligent people. In other countries they...

But even though you have got resources, 

if  you  not  properly  utilize it, 

then the bad time is coming.

You should expect. If your energy is all engaged in manufacturing tires and wheels, then who will go to the... Actually I have seen in your country. Now the farmers' son, they do not like to remain in the farm. They go in the city. I have seen it. The farmers' son, they do not like to take up the profession of his father. So gradually farming will be reduced, and the city residents, they are satisfied if they can eat meat. And the farmer means keeping the, raising the cattle and killing them, send to the city, and they will think that "We are eating. What is the use of going to..." But these rascals have no brain that "If there is no food grain or grass, how these cattle will be...?" Actually it is happening. They are eating swiftly. "The cattle will die. Before they die, let us kill and eat." Actually it is happening. 

In Italy they killed because the problem is twenty thousand cows. (Ed: DAIRY cows)
This is going on. 

(Ed: ALL THE TIME for OUR ILLICIT ENJOYMENT of MILK PRODUCTS)

They do not care that killing is sinful because 

they don't care for God. (Ed: His instructions or of His Divine Grace’s)
This is going on.

And  sinful, sinful, sinful, 

everyone will be punished. (Ed: ALL conspirators)
The nature's law will act. 

Tag wande gao(?) (Bengali) There is a Bengali proverb, tag wande gao(?), that "One man wanted to take statistics, 'How many thieves are there in this village?' So when he began to take statistics, he saw everyone is thief. Then he said that 'What is the use of making statistics? This is village of thieves, that's all.' " So it is... At the present moment this is the position. If you make a statistics who is sinful and who is not sinful, you will find all sinful. And because they are sinful, they decry the existence of God. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante... Find out this, seventh... Because they are all sinful, they deny the existence of God. This is the position. Read it. [ ]

Dr. Kneupper: But you were describing the caste system or the...

Prabhupäda: 

This is not caste system. It is natural. 

There is always an intelligent class of men in the society. 

So they should be, what is called, listed. 

They should be trained up properly. [ ]

Dr. Kneupper: Is that a teaching of the Bhagavad-gétä, that one should not eat meat?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not... Meat-eating is third-class man's eating. It is not denied. Amedhya. But to give us our life, don't kill cows, because it gives you milk, very substantial food. If you want to eat meat, you can eat the hogs and dogs. But don't kill the cows. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. This is special. It is not forbidding meat-eating, but don't eat cows' flesh. That is loss. It is a great loss to the human society. If they do not have sufficient milk production, then their brain will be dull. They will not be able to understand subtle things. Therefore it is better to avoid it. But if you cannot avoid, you can eat some inferior, useless animals. But don't touch the cows. This is Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñëa says, go-rakñya. He never says, "Pig rakñya." You can eat pig. You can eat the goats, the lambs. There are so many small useless animals. They are eating dogs also. The Chinese people, they eat dogs. So you can eat dogs, hogs, so many other animals. But don't touch the cows. This is God's instruction. And they are advertising that "These Hindus, they are so fool, they are worshiping an animal, a cow." They do not know what is the economic value of this cow.

In the beginning of your life   you want milk
immediately in the morning. 

And you are killing the mother?

You are civilized?

Do you think?
You take milk up to the point of death. (Ed: the miracle food for children, the elderly, diseased and the invalid)

In South Africa, before killing the cows, (Ed: everywhere the same situation)
they drag out milk and then send it. (Vrndavana, November 6, 1976)  


Milk is important, but because they are uncivilized, they do this.

Room Conversation                 November 13, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: He was a politician. That you cannot blame. Politics require all these things. A politician cannot be a saintly person. That is not possible. For politics he has to do so many things. That is necessary. Just like Arjuna wanted to be a nonviolent. Immediately it was condemned by Kåñëa, "What is this nonsense? You are a military man. Nonviolent." And similarly, politicians, they require all this. Businessman must deal in black market. It is inevitable. Otherwise he cannot improve. Because the world is bad, you, if you become honest, then you cannot make pros..., cannot become prosperous. Sate särtham samäcaret.(?) Brähmaëa's dealing must be very straight and honest. They are not meant for politics or business. They are for transcendental knowledge.
Kåñëa conscious person should be all-inclusive.

He must be a politician, he must be a brähmaëa, he must be a kñatriya, he must be a çüdra—everything. 
All-inclusive. Because he is transcendental. 
In otherwise he is neither a brähmaëa, neither a çüdra, neither a... Yes. Nähaà vipro na ca nara-patir na yatir vä.
[Ed: i.e. although being neither of these a Krsna conscious person MUST ACT as any one of them if necessary or if there is no-one to do it to cooperatively subsist on the QUALIFIED vaisya’s production based on cow and bull protection (that is why Srila Prabhupada asked some of his leaders to first learn to do THAT FIRST). 

If one is NOT Krsna conscious (which includes the full qualification of a realized brahmana) he should accept training for whichever varna he is capable of performing as tested for and taught by the brahmana guru who has perfectly learned that varna according to sastra]

Neither of these. 
In other side he is everything. That is Kåñëa conscious.

As Kåñëa is sometimes cowherd boy, politician, sometimes dancing with, artist--He is everything, not one-sided. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes, our "plain living, high thinking" is very nice idea.
Room Conversation                November 24, 1976, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: ...Kåñëa.

Devotee (1): Christo is also the Spanish and Portuguese word for Christ.

Prabhupäda: What is the meaning?

Devotee (1): Christ.

Prabhupäda: Christ. Just see. So write article on this.

Devotee (1): "Krishnian."

Prabhupäda: Wherefrom this Christo came. The Greek word. 

And the Greek got from India, Kåñëa. This is the history. 

Christian means Krishnian, godly. 

And Christo, so far I know, the Greek meaning is "decorated," "love." 

That indicates to Kåñëa. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Change is no rectification.
If somebody is not working he should be trained up. Changing is another... 

If he is a fool, another fool will come.  [ ]

Devotee (1): Actually, we've been speaking the last few days and these problems can be solved.

Prabhupäda: No, it is Kåñëa's service.

Everyone is offering voluntary service.

So not that anybody's paid and if he cannot, dismiss or... Yes.

This bureaucracy is not... Train him. Train him. 

If he does not know, train him. 

But things must be done very nicely by cooperation. 

That is wanted. 

Everyone should remember that we are serving Kåñëa, 

and everyone should remember, "The other person is serving Kåñëa. 

And because he is serving Kåñëa, he is not my servant; he is my master." 

That should be always in view. 

Therefore we address, prabhu: "You are my master." 

We never address, "You are my servant." 

We are trained up to say my brother, that "prabhu," "such and such prabhu." 

Prabhu means master. 

Nobody think himself that he is master. 

He should always think that everyone is his master because he's serving the master. 

This is our philosophy. 

So in this way... 

Now you have got good arrangement and they're all intelligent persons, young persons.

Akñayänanda: All those people are here.

Prabhupäda: So kindly settle up and do nice things. That I want to see. That's all. He is also present. At that time he was not present. So go and...

Gopäla Kåñëa: Okay. (devotees offer obeisances)

Prabhupäda: You should always remember that you are helping me..

Without your help I cannot do anything, so you do not be disturbed.

Try to help me. That is my request. Thank you very much. (Hindi) (end)

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.6.2         Våndävana, November 24, 1976
Therefore in the çästra it is forbidden that Kali-yuga is very difficult to follow the rules and regulation of a sannyäsé; 

therefore better not to accept sannyäsa. Kalau païca vivarjayet. Sannyäsaà pala-paitåkam devareëa sutotpattià kalau païca vivarjayet [Cc. Ädi 17.164].

Instead of becoming a false sannyäsé, do not accept sannyäsa.
This is the injunction of the çästra. But for preaching work we have to get the help of some sannyäsé, but we should remember that we are in Kali-yuga.

We should not be sentimentally very much anxious—

"Please give me sannyäsa, give me sannyäsa"

—and then  fall down  and go to hell. 

That is not good. That is not good.
If one is able to strictly follow the sannyäsa rules and regulation, he should take.

Otherwise, Kåñëa has said that sannyäsa,

real sannyäsa,

means one who does not take any remuneration for his service to Kåñëa.

That is sannyäsa. 

Anäçritaù karma-phalaà käryaà karma karoti yaù sa sannyäsé [Bg. 6.1]. "It is my duty. 

I am eternal servant of Kåñëa. To serve Kåñëa is my duty." 

Käryam: "I must do it." 

Actually that mentality is sannyäsa. It doesn't matter whether we have changed the dress or not, but if we decide it, that "I am eternal servant of Kåñëa; my only duty is to serve Kåñëa," that is sannyäsa.

So better we should try to stay in THIS determination

than to accept the sannyäsa order by changing  the dress
and then again we fall down.

That is not very good.
There are instances like that, but it is not at all good. We should not trust the mind. And even we take, we should be very, very vigilant on the mind. Viçväso naiva kartavyam. Cäëakya Paëòita says, (chuckles) viçväso naiva kartavyaù stréñu räja-kuleñu ca. "Never trust woman and politician." He was a politician, and his wife was kidnapped. He had very bad experience of these two things, Cäëakya Paëòita. Therefore he gave this injunction, viçväso naiva kartavyaù stréñu räja-kuleñu ca: "Never trust woman and politician." So Cäëakya Paëòita was not inexperienced; he was very experienced. All the çlokas of Cäëakya Paëòita—very useful for daily affairs.

So similarly, we should not trust the mind, that 

"Now I have become liberated."

Never think so. 

We should always remember that liberation is not so easy thing, but if we follow the rules and regulation, then there is every possibility of becoming liberated. But this is the business in the human...Tapaù. That is the instruction. Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattva [SB 5.5.1]. You must purify your existence.

This is the only business of human life, tapasya.
So tapasya means brahmacäré. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa [SB 6.1.13]. Tapasya means brahmacaryeëa, no sex life. That is tapasya, real tapasya. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa çamena damena ca. Even if you practice yoga system, this regulation must be followed, celibacy, not that fashion yoga system.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.29  Våndävana, November 16, 1976

So this is the age. So everyone is trying to be happy. That happiness is not possible. That peace is not possible unless you have got a leader or king like Bharata Mahäräja, after whose name this planet is called Bhäratavarña, this Bharata Mahäräja. So we have to find out such leader. Then everything will be adjusted. It is the... Now we are speaking of secular state. Secular state does not mean people will become godless. No. Secular state means that no religious preference. "Because you are Hindu, therefore we shall give you more preference than the Muhammadan"—no. Secular state means that the state should see that everyone is strictly following his religious principle. That is secular state. If you are Hindu or varëäçrami, then you must follow the principles of how one is a brähmaëa, how one is a kñatriya. Hinduism, this is a foreign word. Real principle is varëäçrama-dharma. Varnäçramäcäravatä puruñeëa paraù pumän viñëur arädhyate [Cc. Madhya 8.58]. This is the aim of life, how to worship Viñëu. That is explained, and that is the training of this varëäçrama-dharma.

Çré Rämänanda Räya quoted this when Caitanya Mahäprabhu inquired from him what is sädhya-sädhana. "What is the business of the human society and what is the aim of human society?" This was the question put forward by Caitanya Mahäprabhu. He first of all quoted varëäçrama. The human society begins when there is varëäçrama-dharma. Otherwise it is animal society. There is no human society. That is beginning of human society, brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya. Kåñëa says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam [Bg. 4.13]. My Guru Mahäräja also wanted to establish daiva-varëäçrama. Yes. There must be the human society, not this, daiva-varëäçrama, not this äsuric varëäçrama. Äsuric varëäçrama... Just like Rävaëa. He was also son of a brähmaëa, but he was rejected, that "You are not brähmaëa; you are räkñasa because you do not care for Bhagavän Rämacandra." So this is the verdict of the çästra. 
So therefore daiva-varëäçrama. 
Varnäçrama should be established on the principles of devata, 
to make people devata. 
Devata means viñëu bhaktaù bhaved daiva äsuras tad-viparyayaù. 
Unless one is not a Vaiñëava, he cannot be a devata. He cannot be a civilized man.

Hari Çauri däsa p.599
Prabhupäda's party is now confirmed to fly to Hyderabad on December 2nd. From there he will go to Wardha, Maharashtra, until December 20th, then to Bombay, and then on to Allahabad on January 10th.

Just before we set off, Çréla Prabhupäda turned to Jagadéça prabhu, who was sitting by his side in the back seat and said, "Now we are going to embark on a new phase of the movement." He paused for a moment, leaving Jagadéça hanging. Then he added soberly, "Varëäçrama dharma." 
Morning Walk                  December 5, 1976, Hyderabad

Simply making plans how to eat, 
(Ed: whatever, from wherever, however it is produced)

how to sleep, how to enjoy senses, how to defend, that's all. 

This is animal life. (Ed: “less than” if the slaughter of cows and bulls are involved)

This is not prescribed duty. 

Prescribed duty is above this. 

From animal,

one has to become
brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, utmost, çüdra, 

like THAT. 

THAT is pres cribed D U T Y.[ ]

That is hog's life. So human life is not meant for spoiling like hog's life. Therefore niyatam  kuru karma tvam. 

You should classify yourself amongst the four divisions, 

cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13], and 

THEN your prescribed duties  are there. 


If you want to become a brähmaëa, then çamo damas titikñä ärjavam, jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42].

If you want to be kñatriya, tejaù... What is that? Tejaù çauryaà yujyaà yuddhe cäpy apaläyanam éçvara-bhävaç ca kñätraà karma svabhäva-jam.

If you want to be a vaiçya, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44].

And if you want to remain a çüdra, paricaryätmakaà karma çüdra-karma svabhäva-jam. 

And that is prescribed duty.
You classify yourself, 

either as

   a brähmaëa or as a kñatriya or a vaiçya, 

by quality, not by caste

Actually by qualification.

Wasting time. You should not waste time, a single moment. 

Therefore Kåñëa says, niyataà kuru karma tvam. So make that. 

Don't waste your time. (Ed: and everyone elses) That's all right.

there must be a class of men, brähmaëas.

These rascals they draw all these men to manufacture Goodyear tire and eat store. (Ed: “from the”)

This is going on. Modern man, they draw all these man, "Come on, I shall pay you 20 rupees daily. Prepare Goodyear tire, and eat store. 

Take paper. Purchase store. (i.e from the slaughterhouse) That's all. This is going on. What brain they will have? Twenty rupees they get and they spend ten rupees for wine, and five rupees for cigarette, and fooding, say five rupees. 

No ghee, no milk. 

Soul killing civilization.
Harikeça: By your talking, I'm also thinking we should have a farm in Germany, I know...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, why not? Everywhere. I myself when I go to the farm, I forget whether it is India, or Germany, or France. I forget. The land is there. 

Sarva-käma-dughä. (Ed: THE verse)

We get everything from that. 

I have several times said that why they make this distinction? This is France, this is India, this is... Everywhere is God's land. Why these rascals make division, I do not understand. Every land belongs to Kåñëa, and you are sons of Kåñëa. Let us live peacefully and chant Hare Kåñëa. All rascals, müòha.  

Prabhupäda: Even... Oh, yes. Very, very practic... We want some (indistinct) food. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Bhütäni means both animal and men. Animals should be well fed. Not only human being, but animal also. Otherwise, how he'll work? 

Don't use tractor, use this bulls. 

Otherwise there will be a problem, 

how to engage the bulls.

Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Engage them for transport, for plowing.

Mahäàça: We should not get a tractor?

Prabhupäda: No. When you have got bulls, why should you get...?

Mahäàça: We have only 8 pairs of bulls.

Prabhupäda: Yes, and other bulls have been eaten up. 
Now we  stop that eating. 
Now if you need, you can purchase tractor. 

But as far as possible try to avoid, and engage the bulls. 

Otherwise, it will be problems. 

The Europeans have invented tractors, and the bull is a problem. 

Therefore they must be sent to the slaughterhouse. 

So   we  cannot  create that problem.
(Ed: by giving others the excuse by our using the authority of the movement to show the WRONG WAY)

How the bull should be utilized? 

They should be used for transport, and plowing.

Room Conversation                  December 12, 1976, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: They'll come gradually, not immediately. Immediately, the psychology is, they have got attachment for their house. It may be worse house, but still, their attachment... That is natural. Long, long ago, when I was child practically, I went with my father in the village. So one man from the village was serving us. So my father: "This boy is nice. So why not take him to Calcutta?" So one day he was absent. It was dropping and... So I went in the interior of the village and I saw that his house was broken, there was no roof, and rain was falling and he was sitting, covering with a cloth. Then I told him that "Why not come with us in Calcutta? We shall give you nice place, nice food." So his answer was, nä bäbu kanceri jabo nä (?): "Bäbujé, I cannot go out of my home." That was his home. (laughter) This is my practical exp... He was sitting idly and it dropping and he could not come to serve. Still, that is his home, and he cannot leave home, that "Bäbu kanceri jabo nä (?). That is psychology. It may be very worse condition; still, nobody wants to give up "home sweet home." That is natural psychology. So you have to manage. You see then why they, these Delhi passenger clerks... This morning I was telling that son was asking mother, "Who is this man?" His father, and he had never seen. "You have seen father." No, rather, he had no chance to see father because when the father comes back from the office it is night, ten o'clock or more than that. That time the son is sleeping, and again he has to go early in the morning. That time also, son is sleeping. So he did not know. So one Sunday, when he's grown up, he is asking his mother, "Who is this man?" "So this man..." Not only in India, in everywhere. I have seen in New York from the other island? What is that?
Haàsadüta: Long Island.
Prabhupäda: Eh?
Haàsadüta: Long Island.
Prabhupäda: Long Island. They are coming two hours in the ferry, three hours in the bus. They are going to the office. Eight hours there. Then five hours and eight hours, thirteen hours, again five hours. Then thirteen and..., eighteen hours. And for six hours they have got home. "Home sweet home."

Mahäàça: I knew people coming from Poona to Bombay to work.
Prabhupäda: Just see.
Mahäàça: All the way from Poona.

Prabhupäda: The home attachment is so great. These Delhi passengers, they are coming, hanging, and there are so many accidents daily. And few hours he will live with wife. That is his home. And whole other, out of twenty-four hours, seventeen hours are outside, and maybe seven hours at home. But still, he'll come home. The home attachment is very big. Therefore we have to create attachment for this hari-saìkértana. If you create that attachment, then they will give up home attachment, try life, to live here. Athäsaktiù. You have to train them in Kåñëa consciousness in such a way. Then

ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-

saìgo 'tha bhajana-kriyä

tato 'nartha-nivåttiù syät

tato niñöhä rucis tataù

 [Cc. Madhya 23.14-15]

Äsakti. Then they will be attached here. Spiritually if you enlighten them, then they'll be attached. They'll voluntarily say they are accepting here. The chanting, chanting, then... This is the beginning, that "You chant and take prasädam." Then ceto-darpaëa-märjanam [Cc. Antya 20.12]. Gradually the heart will be cleansed, and gradually they will be elevated to the platform of äsakti. Then they will not want money, they will not want... Then they will live here, work, just you are doing. That stage, that requires little advancement. Therefore I say this kértana program must be continued. Then ceto-darpaëa-märjanam. As you make the heart cleansed, they become more and more advanced. And then this stage of äsakti, that "This is... We shall live here." Just like we have given up our hearth and home and wife and children. We have given up that attachment. This attachment, practical... That is... You cannot expect immediately. That is not possible. Paraà dåñövä nivartate [Bg. 2.59]. When one gets better attachment, then they can give up this nasty attachment. Therefore we have to continue this saìkértana. This is the psychology. But there is very great prospect to develop this place, and you have got experience. If you can develop, it will be very nice example. Once successful here, we can introduce this program. And India will be easier because they are by nature inclined to Kåñëa consciousness. It will be easier. The kértana must be there. Otherwise why we have to take so much responsibility? [ ]
Prabhupäda: If you stop kértana, then it is ordinary.

Mahäàça: Work.
Prabhupäda: Yes. [ ]
Make use the production. 

First of all eat yourself as much as you... 

And THEN trade… [ ]
Prabhupäda: This house, the blocks are prepared, you make huts and engage some men to make that tile.

Mahäàça: Tiles. Round tiles.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jagadéça: The roof tiles.

Mahäàça: Yes, just like the ones which are...

Prabhupäda: Then locally you get everything. You haven't have to got to get from outside. Eh?
Jagadéça: Clay roof tiles.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is very nice, very strong and very comfortable and simple.

Just like we are, taken to Kåñëa consciousness, the plowing or producing foodstuff because our business is that we can go anywhere, ask or begging a half cäpäöi or one-fourth cäpäöi. In four or five houses we can collect. Especially in India still, they will be glad. 

If a sannyäsé goes to a householder house and asks, "Give me something, a little bit of cäpäöi," they will immediately give.

So there is no need of making a big plan of agricultural activities.

We have no need, but still, we have to do  that. That is, it is said, kuryät:
"He must do it." Kuryät, this word is used that 

"YOU  MUST."
I can say that "What is the necessity of my big agricultural program? I can go anywhere, ask a little cäpäöi."

No,  we  have to do it.  Why? Kuryäd vidväàs tathä asaktaù.

A learned person, they'll do that, but asakta, no attachment. The karmés, they do... Even nonsense things, they are very much attached to it.

But one who is vidvän, he shall do exactly like that, but the difference is no asakti, no attachment. Kuryäd vidväàs tathä asaktaù.

Why? Cikérñur loka-saìgraham: So that others may follow that "You... Why you are making big, big plan of big, big factories?

You take to this process for your economic problem solved:"

Kåñëa advises, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. 
This is the agriculture, cow protection, trade.

NO industry.  

Kåñëa  never says industry trade.
(ED: trading foodstuffs based on the slaughter of the cow and bull i.e buying, selling or trading products produced outside this cooperative system of devotees.)

Trade means... Suppose here we are attempting to grow food stuff.

So AFTER eating for ourselves, IF there is excess,
then we can take THIS food grains or anything

WHICH WE HAVE PRODUCED (Ed: not what we have bought from the “slaughterhouse department”)

to a place where there is need.

That is called trade. Trade in exchange also.  There is exchange. That is also trade.

(Ed: perhaps in this situation local villagers are being engaged; and in the West devotees were recommended to become self sufficient and save time for chanting.)

So that is recommended by Kåñëa, and because we are Kåñëa conscious,

WE MUST abide by the order of Kåñëa, 

kåñi-go-rakñya-väëi...
(Ed: i.e. if we DON’T, we are NOT Krsna conscious)

Not for all, but a class of men, they are in the third category. 

The first category is the brähmaëa, the man in knowledge. 

He knows what is the value of life, 

how life should be directed this way and that way. 

They know,  themselves, and they give guidance to the other who have no such knowledge.

Therefore brähmaëa is the guru of all other classes of men,

kñatriyas, vaiçyas.

Just like our position is brähmaëa, but we are anäsakta. Without any attachment we shall try to give them the direction

(ED: living, learning, teaching, and showing the practical example of four varnas cooperating for subsistence on our food and saving time for chanting etc)

how one can live very peacefully and save time for Kåñëa consciousness. That is stated here. Kuryäd vidväàs tathä asaktaç cikérñur loka-saìgraham. 

The idea is how to direct common men to live peacefully 
and become Kåñëa conscious. (Ed: preaching...beginning with ourselves)

Thank you very much. Hare Kåñëa. (end)

Prabhupäda: There is no need. It is simply bogus. 
The first thing you require... You have got this body.

Keep some cows, (Ed: consume milk from cows that you protect yourself)

Prabhupäda: Therefore I say, what Kåñëa directs, evaà paramparä präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. Paramparä means to hear the truth from the spiritual master. You take this. Kåñëa... Arjuna accepted, when he was puzzled whether to fight or not to fight, he accepted Kåñëa as guru. Çiñyas te 'ham. "Now I don't want to talk or argue with You," because 

as soon as you become a çiñya you have to accept the statement of the guru. 

That is the relationship between guru and çiñya. You cannot talk with guru from the same level. 

Whatever guru says you have to accept. Otherwise don't accept guru. Don't make a fashion of taking guru just like you keep a dog. Guru, first of all you have to select. Tad viddhi praëipätena paripraçnena sevayä [Bg. 4.34]. You have to select such a person where you can fully surrender. So Kåñëa is accepted by Arjuna like that. Çiñyas te 'haà çädhi mäà prapannam [Bg. 2.7]. First of all. "I have surrendered to you." This is the first instance (instruction?). That means whatever He says, and at last He says, sarvam etad åtaà manye yad vadasi [Bg. 10.14]. This is... Not that you make cut cut.(?) That is the process. Here is the paramparä. Kåñëa is speaking Arjuna and Arjuna is accepting, sarvam etad åtaà manye yad vadasi [Bg. 10.14]. This is... Not that you make cut-cut (?). "Whatever You have said." 

Morning Walk                       December 27, 1976, Bombay

Prabhupäda: So anyone's question about this, 

this MISDIRECTED civilization? 

In India there was no such misguided civilization. Now they have learned how to misguide people, and they have taken this ideal, that "Unless we become like the Europeans and Americans our progress is checked." This is going on. 

Actually there is no progress. We are condemned. 

Why they should waste so much energy for degress, 

not for progress. 

Before British period, India, there were cities, but not like this because their energy was utilized. Cities were constructed especially in pilgrimages, like Mathurä. Mathurä is very old city, but that is a pilgrimage. Dvärakä, that is also very old city.

First of all there was no need of big, big cities because

there was no industry.

They did not know what is industry. And there were ample food--food grains, milk, vegetables.

Those who were eating meat, they were eating small, nonimportant animals like goats, hogs, and they

never touched cows
Cows are very important animals. Even the stool, urine, is important. In the agricultural field the cows, passing stool, they will also benefit. Natural fertilizing.

Dr. Patel: And From cows' dung we have produced penicillin in Calcutta (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: That may be, but why penicillin is required?

Dr. Patel: No, but that means it had some value right from beginning. Our forefathers must have known it. Why they did not...

Prabhupäda: No, no, we are speaking... We are speaking...
Because it is important, 

therefore Kåñëa said, kåñi-go-rakñya.

Why go-rakñya required,

you do not require  any  explanation.
Kåñëa said, go-rakñya, 

"YOU must protect." That's all.
That is Kåñëa conscious.
Morning Walk                      December 30, 1976, Bombay

Prabhupäda: [break] You cannot give up these four things: yajïa, däna, tapasya.

So yajïa for the brahmacärés, begin yajïa.
And däna for the gåhasthas,

and tapasya for the sannyäsés. Yajïa-däna-tapaù-karma na tyäjyam, Kåñëa says.

Do not give up this. "I have become sannyäsé, therefore I'll give up my tapasya also."

Sannyäsé means the life of tapasya. If you give up tapasya also then what remains?
How you become a sannyäsa?
Yajïa-däna-tapaù-karma na tyäjyaà käryam eva tat. It must be continued.
And again He stresses yajïo dänaà tapaç caiva pävanäni manéñiëäm. Even if you think that you have become very great,

"Now I'm very exalted personality. I don't require. I have become paramahaàsa,"

No, no, no, no. This yajïa-däna-tapaù-karma, even if you are very exalted, still, it will purify you more, these things. Yajïo dänaà tapaç caiva pävanäni manéñiëäm. In any condition of life these things cannot be given up.

So those who are in sense, gåhasthas, they must give in charity, at least fifty percent of their income. That was shown by Rüpa Gosvämé. He, fifty percent.
Dänam means not to the daridra-näräyaëa.

Dänam means to the brähmaëa, Vaiñëava.

In our çästra charity is recommended to be given to the high-class men,

brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas.

They know how  to  spend  money.
Therefore dätavyam iti yad dänaà tad dänaà sättvikam ucyate. Just like this Kåñëa consciousness movement, they are appreciating. So all the charity should come here. Then it is properly utilized. Because we do not use a single paisa for anything of sense gratification. We do not even smoke, we do not take tea, we lie down on the floor. Not a single paisa is spent for our sense gratification. Everything is utilized for Kåñëa. Therefore all charity should come here. Properly spent. But if we misspend,

that is our fault. Single paisa we spend for our sense gratification, that is fault of us.
Room Conversation(2)                  January 3, 1977, Bombay
Prabhupäda: (break) ...business, that requires so many other things. 
But if you take to agriculture you can do it immediately.

Kåñi-go-rakñya. That...

We are going to do THAT. Kåñi... This is beginning, family life, maintenance, body and soul together. This is the beginning.

Business is there when there is excess. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam.
First of all you take care of the cows and engage yourself in agricultural products.

Then when there is excess production, you trade, get some money for other purposes. But you...

Agriculture means you work for producing food. That is wanted.

Why  immediately go to trade?

Trade is required when there is excess product.
Everything is there. Kåñi-go-rakñya. And the kåñi you can produce independently. You simply work. You have got your hands and legs. You till the ground and throw some seed, and it will come. One kilo seeds, you'll get one hundred mounds.

Then, when the product is excess, you trade.
Everything is there. If you produce food grain, you'll eat nicely and you'll be strong.

You'll be able to work more. Our point is take Kåñëa's instruction.

Everything  will be perfect.
Not that Kåñëa is advising immediately sarva-dharmän parityajya.
For that stage you are not prepared. That I know.
But in your present stage what you'll do, that is perfect.
Giriräja: You mean I should leave everything and start a farm?

Prabhupäda: Where is the question of leaving? 

Agriculture... You take to agriculture--that means you leave everything?
Giriräja: Well, what I have now.

Prabhupäda: And what you have got? You are asking that "I require now food."

That means you have nothing. You have no food even... (break)
[ED: “HEY, why not spend the guru’s money and BUY IT FROM THE MARKET? Or “pay someone on our farms to produce it for us?”

You CANNOT pay a vaisya, ksatriya or brahmana to produce food; they will do it
if no-one else will, rather than purchase food from the slaughterhouse, as sudras will only be allowed to assist, since they will  simply harm the cows, bulls and the environment (land, trees, animals, themselves etc) through ignorance,insensitivity.]
Live very comfortably, eat very comfortably and work. Chant Hare Kåñëa.
Simply wasting time, the civilization... çrama eva hi kevalam. Working hard and wasting valuable time of... Misguided. Andhä yathändhair upanéya... When I think of their position... So every Vaiñëava should be para-duùkha-duùkhé...Krpambudhir yas tam aham prapadye. The unhappy for the unhappiness of others. They love them, unhappy without Krsna consciousness. This is a fact. The rascal may agree or not agree. That's a fact. Ghostly haunted.

Room Conversation                    January 4, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: That should be stressed. First business is the neighboring village people, they should come, chant and take prasäda. And gradually, when they become interested, then they come, live with us, work with us. In this way they should be induced, bare living and chanting.

Jagadéça: As in Hyderabad.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Then our movement is success.
Our only motive is how people become interested in Kåñëa consciousness. 

[Ed: western farms (particularly initially) are meant for strict devotees to learn the varnas to show the ideal example. Indian villagers basically know how to produce their food etc.]

We have no other motive. 

No economic problem... Economic problem is... What is economic problem? 

We produce our own food and cloth, barely, and spiritual life... 

On the farm it is easier. And if they are dispatched to the city for livelihood, there are big, big roads and big, big cars and big, big anxieties. Then wine, meat, and so on, so on..., suicide, their spiritual life finished. These rascals are protesting. They have no ideas of spiritual life. They think this is life, to be merry, enjoy and drink. "Eat. Drink. Be merry." How they are committing suicide, they do not know. Nature's law is very stringent. They are foolish rascal. There is no education for them.

Still, if we try, many men will be saved. (ED: not lost)
So write very elaborately how to do this.

INCREASE
And in your country,

we increase   this farm project  any unlimited number...
So much land is lying vacant. We can utilize the wood for constructing residences.

And as soon as the jungle is clear, we can utilize it for

growing food and keeping cows, (ED: NOT for industry and creating city/suburbs)

as exactly they are doing in New Vrindaban.

The cows are very happy.

In our original New Vrindaban... What you have named it?

Jagadéça: The original farm? I think they still call that New Vrindaban.

Prabhupäda: No, New Vrindaban, whole thing. That is called Bahulaban or something like that?

So the cows are free moving. They're very happy.

You have seen it?

Jagadéça: The original farm I haven't seen for some time.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Last time you were not... I had been there.

The cows are moving freely.

They're very friendly, even to the children, just like family members. Yes. Kåñëa... You'll find in India one boy taking care of twenty-five cows.

Jagadéça: With just a stick.

Prabhupäda: Yes, with a stick. (chuckles) They are so submissive. The cow is going this side, "Raa-raa!"--immediately. (Jagadéça laughs) When in Bible they say, "The animal is given to the care of man," like that... There is. This is care of, not that "Because we care of, we shall kill them." What is this interpretation? How demonic this Western civilization. "Because Jesus Christ, the God, has given the animals to our care, therefore we shall kill and eat."

Anyway,  try to introduce  a renovation  of  civilization
Therefore they are trying to oppose us. 

Now they are conscious about the movement, that 

"If it is allowed to increase, then our program will be finished. And young men are taking. They are not rejecting." That is their concern. 

They are concerned about their business and industry. 

If these young men are held up in plain living, then where their industry...? 

Industry 

 HYPERLINK  \l "MACHINEmeansDEVILSWORKSHOP" 
means to exploit the work of others 

(Ed: wwoofers; innocent devotees by keeping them dependent through controlling their food and shelter rather than training them in the independent varnas for loving cooperation; cows, bulls and land at the expense of their pasture, shelter, comfort, happiness and lives, as well as guests, the Deities and the selfless service and sacrifice of all the devotees to date simply for tourism, donations etc. etc.)

and give them one dollar (Ed: or a place to stay and some slaughterhouse connected food “offered” to the Deities)

and make profit ten dollars. (Ed: and ban genuine brahmanas, ksatriyas, vaisyas and sudras, instead of cooperation to subsist on the tax of the vaisya’s production from real cow and bull protection but rather TAKE THE LOT and SELL IT)

This is industry, at the cost of others some capitalist gaining huge profit. This is industry. "And let them live in a hellish condition, go to hell. Never mind. You work in the factory, and we make profit." The Communist is trying to take over the industry and get the whole profit. (laughs) That's all. The condition remains the same--hellish. But... What is called...? Complacent, he's satisfied that "I am getting the profit." All foolish. The Iran is also imitating  European  method of exploiting. They're bringing men from village. In India also, British period, they used to, that, but Indian people are little clever. They would come from the villagez to the city alone, not with family. They earn money and send to the family. And whenever they like, they go away. They're not dependent. And if you bring family, you have to work. That system is still going on. The village men, they come but they do not bring their family. Family remains in the village. He earns, he lives some way or other and sends money there, and the wife who is intelligent. He (she) accumulates the money and when there is enough money he (she) purchases land, investment.

So... In after few years, when they have got enough land, they do not come back.

They produce their own necessities. Very nice. Hare Kåñëa.

As soon as they are self-sufficient from the land they no more work.

That's a good idea. Remain in the village with family.

Morning Walk                                January 4, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Our, 

one of the mission 

is to reestablish the division of the society according to...

Dr. Patel: But, sir, even without redividing them, nature has divided it.

Prabhupäda: No, no, nature has divided, but
we are taking the post or

some position
without   qualification .
That  must b e rectified
Dr. Patel: That, what you say, that we should not have come in possession of the power in government, is a fact. They have no that quality of governing.

Prabhupäda: Yes. What can be done? There is no kñatriyas.

Dr. Patel: They... You see, they govern for themselves, and not for people.

Prabhupäda: There is no brähmaëa in the society. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Our point is that if you do not get knowledge from liberated person, that knowledge is useless. That is cheating. (break) It is very easy. Just like a child. If he takes your direction, he liberated, and if he acts according to his childish nature, then he's conditioned. If you take Kåñëa's instruction, then you are liberated. If you manufacture your own idea, then you are conditioned. Two things. Child is not actually liberated. He is child. But because he takes blindly the direction of the father, he's liberated. That is mäm eva ye prapadyante. Anyone who has surrendered to Kåñëa and strictly follows what Kåñëa says, then he is liberated. Otherwise not. If he manufactures idea, then he's conditioned.

Dr. Patel: It is what? Sarva-dharmän parityajya?
Prabhupäda: Yes, and it is very easy: "Henceforward I shall simply follow what Kåñëa says." That's all. You become liberated immediately. It is one minute's task, simply to decide that "No more my concoction, my imagination." Then he is liberated.
Dr. Patel: But this decision, all these things is done by the mind which has got all the vartmas of the past births.

Prabhupäda: Mind may be, but if I ask the mind that "You cannot do anything except what Kåñëa says," then you are liberated. Very easy. You see? We are doing the same thing. We are not liberated. I am not liberated. But I am presenting Bhagavad-gétä as it is. That's all. That's my doing.

Dr. Patel: You mean sve sve karmaëy abhirataù saàsiddhià labhate naraù. That is your duty you have. That is what ...

Prabhupäda: So that verse is very important. That mäm eva ye prapadyante mäyäm etäà taranti te. As soon as you become fully surrendered to Kåñëa, you are liberated, not that liberated means one has to grow four hands and eight legs. No. Simply you have to change the consciousness, that "Henceforward I shall act only as directed by Kåñëa." That's all. You are liberated. It is one minute....

Dr. Patel: How do you get that direction moment by moment, hour by hour?
Prabhupäda: By His representative, by His words, they are present. 
Where is the difficulty to get His direction? 
Tad viddhi praëipätena paripraçnena. 
One who has seen, one who has understood Kåñëa, take direction from him. 
"He's my representative." Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. 
If you get right guru, then you are liberated. 
If you follow the direction, if you want to please him, 
yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù, 
then you are liberated. 
Otherwise, what is the meaning of this? Mäm eva ye prapadyante. There is no need of waiting for liberation. "As soon as one surrenders to Me, he is immediately above the platform of mäyä." Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi. Hare Kåñëa.
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Prabhupäda: Unless you are convinced, you cannot convince others. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. And to save them is paropakära, real welfare activity. (break)

Prabhupäda: Guru-kåñëa-kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja. Caitanya Mahäprabhu. "By guru's mercy and Kåñëa's mercy, one can enter into bhakti-märga." Without guru's mercy you cannot do, and without Kåñëa's mercy also you cannot do. Kåñëa is situated within your heart, and if you are sincere, Kåñëa will give you the right guru. And then, by guru's mercy, you'll understand Kåñëa. This is the process. [ ]

Devotee (1): Gurujé, the problem which I am putting as a common man is... I am...

Prabhupäda: It is not for the common man. Common man has to learn under the discipline of guru. You cannot expect all these things from a common man. When you actually control all these things then you are not common man. You are representative of Kåñëa. Then you can preach Kåñëa's philosophy.

Dr. Patel: There is one çloka, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëam, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokña... [Bg. 18.66]. This is päpa-käma, krodha and lobha. He will relieve you from that päpa if you completely surrender.

Prabhupäda: Päpa, everything... 

In the material world, whatever you do, that is päpa. 

In the material world, "This is päpa, this is puëya"—this is mental concoction. Everything is päpa. Dvaite bhadräbhadra sakali samäna. In the world of duality, material world, we have manufactured something—"This is good; this is bad. This is moral, this is immoral"—but Caitanya-caritämåta  author said, "These are all mental concoction. Everything is the same, material." Material means bad. But we have made some convention—"This is good; this is bad; this is..."

Mr. Gupta: By God's grace I'm a very successful man. I'm youngest chief mechanical engineer on the Central Railway. I know käma, krodha, lobha, moha—all are, taken to extreme, it's päpa. I know it. But when they overcome in the heat of the moment, they you're not able to retract yourself. It's only when...

Dr. Patel: Then... Then...                                                                                                                                                                        

Prabhupäda: No, let him. That you have to practice, how to use käma, krodha. That is described by Narottama däsa Öhäkura. Kåñëa-sevä kämärpaëe. Käma means you have a strong desire to do something. That is käma. So convert it, this käma desire, for Kåñëa's activities. Kåñëa-sevä kämärpaëe. Krodha bhakta-dveñi-jane. And persons who are envious of the devotees, you become angry upon them. You have got this quality, käma, krodha, lobha, but you can utilize it. Just like Hanumän. He became very angry, and he set fire in the Lanka. Unless one is very angry, he cannot do that. But that krodha was applied to the demon. Krodha bhakta-dveñi-jane. So we can utilize käma, krodha, moha, bewilderment. When we cannot find out a bhakta, then we should be bewildered. Çünyäyitaà jagat sarvam. So therefore bhakti process means that everything has to be purified. Krodha, Hanumän's krodha to set fire Laìkä, it is purified krodha. But they cannot understand the krodha, how it is purified. But krodha can be purified. When it is bhakta-dveñi-jane... Those who are envious of God and His devotees, upon them you should be always angry. "No, I have become a bhakta. I cannot become..." Caitanya Mahäprabhu showed by His example. He said, tåëäd api sunécena taror api sahiñëunä. But when Nityänanda Prabhu was injured, He became so angry, He immediately said, "Bring my cakra. I shall kill the Jagäi-Mädhäi." So at that time He's not tåëäd api sunécena. That is krodha bhakta-dveñi-jane. So we have this käma, krodha, moha, everything, whatever sense activity we have got. When they are utilized for Kåñëa, then it is purified. Sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà tat-paratvena. Now there is fight... Just like political fight. In the political fight both the parties, they are trying to get supremacy of their own sense gratification. But here the fight, Räma-Rävaëa..., Hanumän's krodha was not for himself. He did not want the Laìkä kingdom. But because Rämacandra wanted that "This man should be punished," he cooperated: "Yes." So this is spiritual. In this way, when we purify all our activities, all our sensual activities, then it is right. Otherwise... Just like Arjuna. He purified his senses. A Vaiñëava is naturally nonviolent, but in order to satisfy Kåñëa he fought. That is purified. So we have to purify. Our activities cannot be stopped. That is not possible.

Dr. Patel: All activities done for sake of Kåñëa or God are the real...

Prabhupäda: Mad-arthe. Mat-para. Mayy äsakta-manäù pärtha yogam... This is yoga. Yogaà yuïjan mad-äçrayaù. Yogaà yuïjan mad-äçrayaù. When you take shelter... But these Mäyävädés... Where is mad-äçrayaù? "He is niräkära." So there is no äçraya. So they cannot perform this yoga because there is no mad-äçrayaù. Äçraya loiyä bhaje kåñëa täre nähi tyäge.(?) If one takes shelter of Kåñëa and he works under His direction, then he's never forsaken or rejected by Him. He's always under the protection of Kåñëa. Kaunteya pratijänéhi na me bhaktaù praëaçyati. So that should be our duty. 

We shall act only to the direction of Kåñëa. 

Then our activities are purified, and then we are liberated.

Trivikrama: That requires guru.
Prabhupäda: Unless guru, how you know? Guru is the representative of Kåñëa. We cannot directly meet Kåñëa at the present moment. So this is called vyavasäyätmikä buddhi. If we work under the direction of the representative of Kåñëa, that is perfect. Guru-mukha-padma-väkya, cittete koriyä aikya, ära nä koriho mane äçä. You are singing daily. 

Whatever guru has said, take it seriously. 

Don't manufacture your ideas. 

Guru-mukha-padma-väkya, cittete koriyä aikya, ära nä koriho mane äçä.
Indian (1): Just as you have given an example of krodha by Lord Hanumän in burning Laìkä, are there any such instances where lobha could also be personified Lord Kåñëa's desire?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Oh, yes. Just like gopés. They were always hankering: "When we shall see Kåñëa? When we shall see Kåñëa? When I shall...? When I shall meet?" Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, çünyäyitaà jagat sarvaà govinda-viraheëa me. "Oh, I see everything vacant without Govinda." This is ecstasy of lobha, to meet Kåñëa. So when you will be strongly hankering after Kåñëa, lobha, greedy, or devotee, then lobha is properly utilized.

Dr. Patel: When Kåñëa disappeared from rasa, what they did?

Prabhupäda: There are so many instances. You can utilize your hankering for Kåñëa and His devotees.

Trivikrama: There's one verse like that, ekalaà mülyaà lobha...
Prabhupäda: Laulyam ekalaà mülyam. Laulyam, yes, right. That is greediness. Laulyam. The verse is by Rüpa Gosvämé. He advises, kåñëa-bhakti-rasa-bhävitä matiù kréyatäà yadi kuto 'pi labhyate: "This Kåñëa consciousness, you purchase. If it is available somewhere, immediately purchase it." So the next question is, if you want to purchase something, you must pay the price. So therefore said that "The price is laulyam, greediness. How I shall become Kåñëa conscious?" That is price. "How I shall?" Oh, that I can very easily. No. Na janma-koöi-sukåtair labhyate. "If one has done pious activities for many, many births, he also cannot have this greediness." It is so rare. But if you have got that greediness, you get Kåñëa.                                      

Trivikrama: Intense greediness.

Prabhupäda: Intense greediness. So one may think, "Oh, I can be very greedy." So the answer is na janma-koöi-sukåtair labhyate.
Devotee (1): If a human being can try repeatedly, showing käma, krodha, lobha, moha... He keeps on trying to get over it...                                                                                          

Prabhupäda: That is negative side.

Devotee (1): ...and again keeps on trying...

Prabhupäda: That is negative side. First of all... Just like mauna... (break) Why maunam? There is no need of maunam. You have to chant. Kértanéyaù sadä. So there is negative side and positive side. One who has no information of the positive side, they simply take the negative side. Brahma satyaà jagan mithyä. Jagan mithyä is all right, but where is that brahma satyam? That brahma satyam is here, when you are fully engaged in serving. Brahma satyam does not mean I simply make negative this, and there is no engagement. That brahma satyam will not endure. 

You'll fall down, because you are active. 

If you have no engagement, then you fall down again. Just like a child, he is engaged in playing always, but engage him in studying. If he gets little interest, then automatically he gives up playing. But if you simply stop playing, then he will become mad, because activity is there. These Mäyävädé philosophers, they do not know this. They simply take the negative thing--this material engagement, zero, Buddha philosophy, nirväëa. And that nirväëa is another word, nirviçeña. That will not help us. 

There must be varieties and there must be positive life, and that is bhakti. 

So without bhakti you cannot stop your nonsense activities, neither...

Dr. Patel: (Hindu) But even you get the same thing by (Hindi). So Vaiñëava cult is easier than getting the mind blank and then getting all in the... Because here your mind is engaged to Lord Himself. It is... We call as samädhi.
Prabhupäda: Paraà dåñövä nivartate. Just like a man is observing Ekädaçé, fasting. Another, in the hospital, he's also fasting. So these two fastings, they are different.

Dr. Patel: Here fasting of all the senses and applying to God.

Prabhupäda: For satisfaction of Kåñëa. And there compulsory fasting, but he has got desire. So paraà dåñövä nivartate. When you get better taste, when you stop this nonsense for better taste, that is positive. Artificially, if you do, it will not benefit. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsana. Guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsana. 

A student should always remain to be chastised by guru. 

That is his right position. 

And as soon as he thinks that he has become more than his guru, 

then he'll be finished, his career.

Trivikrama: Jumping over the head.

Prabhupäda: Just like our Nitäi. (chuckles) This is the difficulty. Caitanya Mahäprabhu remained--guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsana: "My Guru Mahäräja has chastised Me because I am fool number one." Caitanya Mahäprabhu is fool? But He's showing the example that you should always remain...

Dr. Patel: The avatäras shall behave like common men. Otherwise they will not be... All avatäras behave like common men.

Prabhupäda: Our Guru Mahäräja, so strict... A little discrepancy, he would chastise like anything. But we liked it very much.

Indian (3): Guru's chastise is the mercy.

Prabhupäda: Çiñyaà ca putraà ca täòayen na tu lälayet. That is Cäëakya Paëòita's instruction. "The sons and disciples should always be chastised. Never pat them."

Dr. Patel: Täòayet may be returned.

Prabhupäda: Täòayet means taraëa, chastisement.

Indian (4): Actually we were so rapt, we wish to be beaten by your stick on our head.

Prabhupäda: Çiñya, this word, very word, means voluntarily accepting the chastisement. This word, çiñ, çäs, çäs-dhätu... From çäs-dhätu comes çästra. Çastra means weapon. So weapon is meant for maintaining peace and order. And çästra. Çäsana. These are the derivation from original root... Çiñya. Çiñya means who has voluntarily accepted to be chastised and ruled by the spiritual master.

Dr. Patel: Çikñä means instruction. So the one who takes the instruction in çiñya. Çikñä.
Prabhupäda: To obey. Çiñya means to obey, discipline.

Dr. Patel: Live under the paternity of guru to learn.

Prabhupäda: Yes, voluntarily giving him the right to rule over.
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Prabhupäda: So I have told them "Any amount I can invest. You print book and sell." 

That is my open secret. 

Print books, and distribute, and 

spend half in  whichever life you do 

and half, again print books. That is my ambition (vision?). I want to see our philosophy is widely spread by different literatures. That I want to do.

Morning Walk                        January 6, 1976, Bombay                                                          

Prabhupäda: That's all. That is our concern, how the world is misdirected. That we are challenging, this Kåñëa consciousness. It is not that "East," "West," "you," "I." Everyone is a victim. Bhägavata says, präyena kalau asmin yuga-jana: "In this age everyone is condemned." It doesn't say that "These Eastern, Western..." Everyone is condemned. Kalau asmin yuga-jana. That is impartial. [ ]

Prabhupäda: They should come. Every evening they should come, as many as possible. Give them prasädam. 

Our mission is to induce them to chant and take prasädam. 

Then, next stage, if they want to work with us, it is welcome. 

If not, we shall go on giving prasädam and induce them to chant. 

This is our mission.

Mahäàsa: The village people are very happy.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they should be. That I want. Sarve sukhino bhavantu. This is our mission.

Mahäàsa: The stone-cutting has also started.
Prabhupäda: Ah, that's nice.
Mahäàsa: They're doing very well.

Prabhupäda: Here we're inviting everyone, "Come here. Live here. Take prasädam and chant. Don't drink tea. That's all." (chuckles) That is... Hare Kåñëa.

Trivikrama: "No tea?"

Prabhupäda: No tea, no cigarette. That is their disease. No tea, no... Don't stop prasädam. Never. Increase. I shall beg and supply you money. Don't worry. 

But don't waste it. 

Simply you take money and utilize it for preaching. 

My only anxiety is that don't be extravagant. 

Otherwise you take money and spend it.

Mahäàsa: Don't be extravagant.

Prabhupäda: You should always know that hard-earned money is... 

By working at night I am producing book, 

and they're working there hard, selling the books, and money is coming in that way. 

So either he or me, mine or yours, it is hard-earned money. 

It is not easily coming. 

And therefore we should be cautious. [ ]

Prabhupäda: ...must be engaged to work hard, produce money and enjoy sense gratification. Hog civilization. We are restricting that "Don't work hard like hog and dog or animals, 

just satisfy your minimal necessities of life, 

save time and (indistinct) spiritual understanding. 

This is our mission. 

Their mission is, "What is this nonsense, spiritual understanding? Simply some sentiment, waste of time. Produce, enjoy, invent so many things for sense gratification." Western civilization. And this is very attractive to the räkñasa class. Eat, drink, be merry and enjoy. This is the räkñasa mentality. As soon as there is television, or similar invention, they become very much enthused. They purchase and sitting down, they waste their time. I have seen in America the old man of family, one dog, one television, simply wasting time. And 50 cents for eat. How they are wasting the valuable human life. How they are kept in the darkness. This is life. I have seen television. All some fictitious stories.

Evening Darsan                          January 7, 1977, Bombay                                                            Prabhupäda: Bring that telegram. In one week how many books we have sold? Because they're hankering after this knowledge. This is Indian culture, or some dancing party goes, that is Indian culture?
D. D. Desai: Presently you are...

Prabhupäda: I am not imitating them. Of course, all credit to Vivekananda. But Vivekananda learned something from them: how to eat meat. And introduced amongst the sannyäsés that "There is no harm in eating meat." So Vivekananda learned something from them. And I have gone to--"Forget meat-eating." That is the difference. These boys, these young boys... Just see how they have become Vaiñëava.

D. D. Desai: Would it be all right to open the window?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. No, you can open the fan, one point. This is the real culture, original culture of India, and they are accepting it. Why not government come to my help? Without any help I am doing so much.

D. D. Desai: This is exceptionally, I would say, very creditable. When you say...

Prabhupäda: We are increasing. There is opposition against our movement, and still, we are increasing.

D. D. Desai: When you say, "We are poor..."

Prabhupäda: No, no, so-called poor.

D. D. Desai: That's it. Because the other day when I was reading Howard Hughes and his billion-dollar life, and then also Poli(?), I can say this much, that some of our poorest of Indians are far better off than these gentlemen.

Prabhupäda: Yes, culturally we are better off. Materially, we are certainly very poor. 

But because we are culturally advanced, even the actual poor man, he does not feel that he is in poverty.

D. D. Desai: Yes, that is the case. That is... There is a basic grace in poverty.

Prabhupäda: That is... 

yaà labdhvä cäparaà läbhaà manyate nädhikaà tataù
yasmin sthite na duùkhena guruëäpi vicälyate
This is culture. 

"So long I have got money, I am very happy." No! 

"If there is not a single farthing, still, I'll be happy." 

That is real culture. 

That can be done That is possible when one is Kåñëa conscious. Yaà labdhvä cäparaà läbhaà. Just like Dhruva Mahäräja. He went to the forest to ask Kåñëa to give him a very nice kingdom, but when he met Kåñëa, Näräyaëa--He wanted to give him benediction--he said, svamin kåtartho 'smi varaà na yace: "Bas, no more vara." So we have got such things. Guruëäpi duùkhena na vicälyate. 

Never disturbed. 

That is culture. 

And "So long I have got money in the pocket, I am very happy"

--that is dog civilization. [ ]

We have got good rooms like this, not that one has to go to the forest. Even in the Våndävana we have got very good room, but nobody's coming. This is the position. After fiftieth year, voluntarily one must commit civil suicide--no family. And that is Vedic. But he will think of family up to the point of being killed by this revolver. This is going on. Even Gandhi, what to speak of others. He presented himself as very tyägé, but unless he was killed, he did not give up his ambition. "How my sons, how my countrymen will be happy?" And what happiness you can give? You are not God. Who is taking care of them? But this is mäyä. He was thinking, "If I am not there, then whatever I have got, it will be finished."
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Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. What he will do, more payment? (?) Then he will kill. This sex life in this material world is so strong, even in the heavenly planets. Big, big åñis. Sex life with animals also there is... Sex life is so strong. Man cohabiting with animal. It makes blind. Vyäsadeva made one of her (his) students pregnant, what to speak of ourselves. Vyäsadeva was born, Satyavaté. She was low class. Although she was born by a king, but her mother was a low-class fisherwoman. And the fisherman raised her as daughter. And Paräçara Muni became attracted. And Vyäsadeva was born. Sex affairs, just see, in the highest circle. Båhaspati, the spiritual master of the devatäs, he became so much mad for his brother's wife who was pregnant, and forcibly they had sex. Just see. These are examples. Brahmä became attracted with his daughter. Lord Çiva became attracted with the beauty of Mohiné-mürti, even in the presence of his wife. So this sex life can be controlled only by becoming Kåñëa conscious. Otherwise there is no...
The Bhägavata has discussed all this because in this material world there is no escape unless we become Kåñëa conscious, from the sex impulse. It is not possible. Yad-avadhi mama cetaù kåñëa... When one is fully Kåñëa conscious, then he'll reject all this nonsense: "What is this?" Bhavati mukha-vikäraù suñöhu. He'll spite (spit): "Eh! Get out. Is that enjoyment?" It is possible for a Kåñëa conscious... No other can do it. And that is the bondage. He'll have to work hard for maintaining sex issues. And so long you are bound up by the karmas, you have to accept another body and then continue. Who knows this how we are bound up and conditioned? If you talk in the modern society they will laugh: "What nonsense this man is... 'By sex life one becomes conditioned.' “They cannot understand. Hare Kåñëa... (japa) ...

This should be STRICTLY  OUTLAWED, 

NO MORE sannyäsés.
And those sannyäsés who have fallen, you get them married, live like a...

NO MORE this showbottle,

CHEATING
It is very ludicrous.
Even there is a promise that "We shall not fall down again," that is also not believable. What is the use? Better go and speak philosophy in your gåhastha dress, not this dress, but you have nice coat, pants, gentleman. Who says no? I never said. Rather I shall be glad to see that up-to-date gentlemen with tilaka and çikhä are speaking. That is very prestigious everywhere. Why this false dress? What is the wrong to become gåhastha? I was gåhastha, päkä caliber gåhastha. My Guru Mahäräja was brahmacäré, This is ever... Just see his character. Caitanya Mahäprabhu was gåhastha, but when He took sannyäsa: "Oh, I am now..." For sober person. That is wanted. That is ideal. He married twice. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura married twice. Caitanya Mahäprabhu married twice. What is the wrong there? 

One has to become pure devotee, that's all. 

Other things, of course, are circumstantially favorable, either a gåhastha, brahmacäré or vänaprastha or sannyäsa. Kibä vipra kibä çüdra nyäsé kene naya, yei kåñëa-tattva-vettä sei 'guru' haya.
You must  know  THE  SCIENCE  of  Kåñëa consciousness.

THAT makes you guru,

not this dress...
So what you are thinking of American program? Do it seriously. Balavanta is very expert. And all of you are expert. And do it seriously and systematically, not change the position, this side and this, change. That's not good. That makes fickle. Strength of mind wanted. [ ]

Prabhupäda: This cow's milk in Bengal, it is compulsory--before beginning your meal, little cow milk, er, ghee mixed with rice and smashed potato. It is very nice.

Dr. Patel: And then we do serve..., after that we take out a part of it for the cow back, and a little for...

Prabhupäda: Älu bharte bharta. (?) In Bengal it is called älu bharte bharta. If you don't have anything, just have smashed potato, little ghee and rice. That's it. It is sufficient, very nutritious. And at last, little milk. Very nutritious.

Dr. Patel: Now there is shortage of all the important material the world over. The way we are exploiting the earth, perhaps we'll be short, falling short of everything.

Prabhupäda: Therefore our Trivikrama Mahäräja is reminding me... When I was lecturing in Berkeley University, one Indian student asked me, "Swamijé, what this Hare Kåñëa movement will benefit? We require technology." So I replied that "You have come to beg technology; I have come to give them, not to beg from them."

Trivikrama: To teach. "I've come to give."

Dr. Patel: I understand. The modern materialistic, I mean, advancement of society with this modern technology will, I mean...

Prabhupäda: No, even from that point of view, I was taking aeroplane. Aeroplane was flying. So we admit this is contribution of the Western technology. But it is not safe. But what I am giving, it is safe. Svalpam apy asya dharmasya träyate mahato... So our, this contribution of India's culture and this contribution, far different. That is not safe. At any moment you'll be finished. But here--svalpam apy asya dharmasya träyate mahato bhayät. Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam. This Manipur state is mentioned in the Bhägavata. And these people say that three thousand years before, there was no civilization.

Trivikrama: Now they're changing.

Dr. Patel: In Manipur where Arjuna made...

Prabhupäda: Babhruvähana. And Babhruvähana was the king's daughter's son, so he remained as the adopted son of the king. Putrikä-suta. He had no son so he took the daughter's son. So this is India's... The kñatriyas, they're not (indistinct), and some çüdras are ruling.

Dr. Patel: The çüdras are ruling the world over, not only in India. Because Nixon was less than a çüdra, they way he carried out himself, the highest authority of the most advanced state materialistically.

Prabhupäda: Now they are going to take care of it, these brähmaëas.
Dr. Patel: But he made a very bad show. The place where a man like...

Prabhupäda: Washington.

Dr. Patel: Washington and people like Jefferson. He has polluted that seat. They must change that seat. Change the White House wholesale. The greatest curr on this most, I mean, enlightened people. Americans are very enlightened because their forefathers were enlightened and they came there as pilgrims. Those, what do they call them? Puritans, you see. They are most different from Aussies. The Australians who are criminals of England.

Prabhupäda: If Nixon is a Jew?

Dr. Patel: No, no. He's a Christian. No Jew can be, serve as the president of that country. Not only Jew but not only Catholic.

Trivikrama: Well, some Catholics. Kennedy was...

Dr. Patel: Only Kennedy was the first Catholic to be. Otherwise till Kennedy came, there was no Catholic ever elected. (break) Methodist. Even in material world, he was a fool the way he carried out... (laughing) But sir, one thing: about the freedom of America. I have my hat off that that man could be knocked off by ordinary paper reporter. That would not happen in any other country.

Prabhupäda: Therefore I asked to take the government.

Dr. Patel: That would not happen in any other country but America, freedom par excellence.

Prabhupäda: There is possibility of Kåñëa conscious devotees will take the government.

Dr. Patel: That can be possible because of freedom, essential freedom of that country.

Prabhupäda: Therefore we are being checked that "They may not grow." One politician has said that "If they grow like this, in ten years they'll take the government."

Trivikrama: Someone has said that?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. He said. Some politician has said that "The Hare Kåñëa people are growing so rapid, like epidemic." He has said. "And if they grow like this within ten years they may take our government." He has remarked it.[ ]

Prabhupäda: That one thing is that this sort of publicity and this, this dress, is very nice.

Girls who have no husband, they should dress like this,

not attractive dress.

A dress sometimes attracts the opposite sex. And women are... By nature they dress very nicely. (laughs) That is everywhere--to attract. The nature is that they are dependent, woman by nature. Do you admit or not?

Pälikä: Yes.

Prabhupäda: And the Western countries, they have been taught to become independent. That is artificial. That is all artificial. So, woman by nature... Manu-saàhitä says, na striyaà svatantram arhati: "Women should not be given independence." They must be protected by the father, by husband, and by elderly sons. They are not independent. No independence. Even Kunté, the mother of such big, big sons, she was not independent. The sons were sent to the exile; mother also went. Sétä... The father-in-law never said that "You also go with your husband." No. He requested Rämacandra that "Your stepmother wants that You should be exiled. So please accept it. Accept this." And Rämacandra said that "You are not exiled." But Sétä said, "I may not be exiled, but I am dependent on You. If You go to the forest I must..." You see? Just see, dependent.

Jagadéça: Most of the women, or at least many of the women in our society, have neither father, husband or sons.

Prabhupäda: It is very precarious condition. So we want to give them, all of them, "Come and live." But when you come here, if you get husband we have no objection. But don't canvass. That is not good. And that is making our sannyäsés fall down. Of course, it is difficult, that young men, young women living, intermingling. But it is... Kåñëa consciousness movement is to reform everything. Even there there is such desire it should be checked. And that can be checked if one is strictly Kåñëa conscious. Otherwise not possible. So these things should be... Because the Kali-yuga, the more it advances, people will be suffering in so many ways. And the only solace is Kåñëa consciousness, only solution. If one becomes Kåñëa conscious, then he (she) doesn't require husband. He (she) does not require. He... She knows that "Kåñëa is my protector. Why shall I artificially seek after father or...?" And what protection, for a few days either the father or the son or the husband may give? Real protection is Kåñëa. This is temporary, but because we have got this material body we require some. 
In this way... And this kind of hypocrisy--they have taken sannyäsa and mixing with woman. This is not to be allowed. If you want woman you get yourself married, live respectfully. We have no objection. 
But this hypocrisy should be stopped.

There have been so many fallen down. (January 7, 1977)
FIRSTof all there will be  NO SANNYASI ANYMORE.
I have got very bad experience.

And at least, we are not going to create new sannyäsés.
And those who have fallen down, let them marry, live like respectable gentlemen. I have no objection. After all, young man, fallen down--that's all right. It is by nature's way. But marry that girl. That I am insisting from the very beginning, that no friendly liaison. If you want, get one nice... They are, all of them qualified. Get one wife and live like a gentleman. Similarly woman. Live with one husband fastidiously, with children. What is the wrong there? We have so many gåhastha devotees. You have got children. Pradyumna has got child. Gopäla has... Live with husband, wife. There is no restriction for husband and wife. 

But what is this nonsense that you take sannyäsa and make relation with...?

This should be completely stopped.
And in our, this campus, 

actually those who are eager to advance in Kåñëa consciousness, they should live,

nobody else.

We give free food, free apartment, cloth and everything.

"Come here. Live. As far as possible we shall provide." 

But this is specially meant for bhagavad-bhajana.

Attend ärati, early rise in the morning, attend the functions, take prasädam...

In this way everything will be reorganized,

not loose things.

Then what is the use of...? We have got such a... And so far the tenants are concerned, if it is possible, give them money; let them go. One, two, some have gone, and others...

This whole campus should be for devotees.

We don't want tenant. (ED: wwoofers for their labor or renting accomodation to those not following the principles or interested in or capable of being trained in the four varnas)

And it should be developed for that purpose, for developing Kåñëa consciousness.

Either here or outside India or anywhere,
this principle should be followed.

And this hodgepodge association, 
Society, is NOT the...
Let  it be VERY PURE. Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca tärä. That one moon is sufficient. There is no need of millions of stars. Hm? What do you think? 

One moon gives light.

So, in this way,
if we can make  ONE person really Kåñëa conscious,

THEN our mission is successful.

What is the use of millions of stars twinkling? What is called? Twinkling?

You should discuss all these things...
Room Conversation (2)               January 8, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: There is chance of being accepted all over the world. There is now opposition, and some of the politicians, they're of opinion that "This culture, Hare Kåñëa movement, is spreading like epidemic, and if we do not check, in ten years time they'll take the government."

Guest (1) (Indian man): Of America.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (laughter) That there is possibility because these young men, they are taking. So everywhere revolution takes place by young men. So if it is actually spreading like epidemic, and young men, they are taking part, so within ten years it is not impossible.

Guest (1): It's a very good idea, then, to follow it. I'm quite serious.

Prabhupäda: And they are democratic. It can pull down even a President like Nixon. So if they like, if the majority becomes Kåñëa conscious, they can make Kåñëa conscious government. There is no, I mean to say, wonder in it. So anyway, because these youngsters in the Western countries, both in Europe and America, are taking... And the recent telegram we have received... Just see how many books we have sold.[ ]
Giriräja: It is a big philosophy, that everything is simply based on following the order of Kåñëa without any expectation of any gain.

Prabhupäda: Then you are success.
Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekam.
(ED: give up all nonsense concocted manufactured ideas based on sense gratification and surrender to Krishna’s plan beginning as herein and elsewhere prescribed by His representative):

This is success. 

Kåñëa says,

Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam

[ED: agriculture with BULLS, protect cows (OUR milk), trade excess (with other bonafide vaisyas after paying a percentage tax, giving to the temple, charity to genuine brahmanas and feeding assistants , dependants), or distribute as prasadam]

We have the statement in the Bhagavad-gétä.
SO WE HAVE  TO DO THIS. It is not fashion.

(ED: not impractical hobby show pony farms prostituted for donations; promoting cows as economic liabilities by having to adopt cows for subscriptions; not serious; hodgepodge; artificially propped up by business projects; wasting peoples lives, money and property; speculating; beating around the bush such as bribing others with wages to do what the devotees are supposed to do and show; building prohibited houses to blackmail for rent, thus destroying the Deity’s natural infrastructure, creating future problems and maintenance debts for devotees meant to live self sufficiently, severely inhibiting their ability to implement the instructions of His Divine Grace; sealing the fate of uncountable living entities in hijacking their only hope for liberation after achieving the rare human birth through countless cycles of births and deaths by  keeping a stranglehold on the only practical opportunity to successfully show the only positive alternative…)
It is the fact,   sir.

And those who want to become immediately paramahaàsa ...
Paramahaàsa  does not mean some bogus  men. [ ]
Prabhupäda: This time is coming. The government will plunder in the name of taxation, and there will be no rainfall, scarcity of food. So everyone will feel very difficult to maintain the family. They'll leave voluntarily and go away. This is foretold. [ ]
...take agriculture, you must keep cows.
Both of them are related.
[ED: or milking cows without engaging bulls unless you can live without grains etc. i.e. on milk (and fruit)]

Giriräja: Together.

Prabhupäda: The cow will be subsisting on the grass, (ED: nothing purchased) and refused things he'll take. And the substance YOU take. And even if does not give milk, the stool is useful.

(ED: fertilizer, cooking fuel, sealing and cleansing earthen floors etc i.e. dwellings from local materials ON SITE).

And you get food GROWN BY the COWS and BULLS and  MILK. (Ed: OUR milk)

YOU SUBSIST. (ED: on THAT)

So by mutual COOPERATION
YOU SUBSIST.

YOU SAVE TIME.

Chant Hare Kåñëa.

Why you are bothered?

Giriräja: No bother.

Prabhupäda: THIS I WANT TO  INTRODUCE
And it has become successful in the Western countries. They are doing very nicely, New Vrindaban. Very nice. And Philadelphia, New Orleans. Men, they're happy. So why not in India? India is mainly agricultural country. On this principle you can take. There is no objection.

Room Conversation(3)              January 8, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: If I am in power, give the dog a bad name and hang it. 

Who is going to check me? The same story, the lion and the lamb? No? A lion was drinking water this side and one lamb was drinking water that side. So the lion saw it is very nice food. So he wanted to kill with some plea, "Oh, you are making my water muddy!" "Sir, I am here so far. How I can make your water muddy?" (laughs) In this way he picked up some quarrel and jumped over. So he's lion and he's a lamb. So it is no difficult for the lion to kill a lamb under some plea. "Might is right."  [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. If people actually taking like that, then there will be a revolution in Western country.

Hari-çauri: I don't see how they can stop it. They can't stop it.

Prabhupäda: Huge quantity selling. Either Kåñëa's desire... It is Kåñëa's desire. Otherwise a religious book which is not their religion, Bhägavatam, Indian. So somehow or other it is being distributed, and they say it is spreading like...

Giriräja: Epidemic.

Prabhupäda: Epidemic. So it is a kind of revolution.

Hari-çauri: And it's not just in one place. It's every country our men have been to.

Prabhupäda: Every country. Whole Europe and America. What business they have got to purchase our books in Christmas? They have no business. Why they are purchasing? Huge quantity. I never dreamed even (laughs) that my books would be sold in large quantity. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Somehow or other it is interesting.

Hari-çauri: Yes. It's so full of...

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Otherwise why people take it? When I was... I thought that I am giving my imagination, who will take it? It is my imagination. Of course with reference to the modern politics, sociology, everything. Whenever possible I touch.

Hari-çauri: But your preaching is so practical. These other men when they speak, it just comes out... It's just not practical or they don't know how to translate it into action.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I try to write.

I explained in THAT verse,
kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. 


I've touched all the points in the modern...

Giriräja: It has a very nice purport.

Prabhupäda: Find out THAT. Kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. Parjanyaù...
Pradyumna: Oh, I know.

Prabhupäda: I've touched the slaughterhouse, brothel...

Hari-çauri: I just finished reading that Perfection of Yoga. It's an amazing book. Each chapter gradually leads more and more to the ultimate goal.

Prabhupäda: They were my beginning speeches in your country, in America. I was daily speaking in... So Hayagréva has edited. Hm. What is the purport?

Pradyumna: "The basic principle of economic development is centered on land and cows."

Prabhupäda: That idea I'm still maintaining.  Yes.
Pradyumna: "The necessities of human society are food grains, fruits, milk, minerals, clothing, wood, etc. One requires all these items to fulfill the material needs of the body. Certainly one does not require flesh and fish or iron tools and machinery. During the regime of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, all over the world there were regulated rainfalls. Rainfalls are not in the control of the human being. The heavenly king Indradeva is the controller of rains, and he is the servant of the Lord. When the Lord is obeyed by the king and the people under the king's administration, there are regulated rains from the horizon, and these rains are the causes of all varieties of production on the land. Not only do regulated rains help ample production of grains and fruits, but when they combine with astronomical influences there is ample production of valuable stones and pearls. Grains and vegetables can sumptuously feed a man and animals, and the fatty cow delivers enough milk to supply a man sumptuously with vigor and vitality."

Prabhupäda: Now Kértanänanda has sent so nice sweets.

Hari-çauri: And ghee.

Prabhupäda: You have given something all other devotees?

Hari-çauri: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: Give him some.

Hari-çauri: Pälikä hid them somewhere. I don't know where they are. Pälikä hid them away so no one would take them. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: All right then. Preparing first class.

Hari-çauri: Kulädri has a box.

Prabhupäda: First class. And they have got enough milk. When I went there, all nice milk preparation. Ghee, sweet rice, these sweets. Ample. All variety. And they have ghee. Then prepare kachori, samosa. Such nice thing. 

And how friendly the cows. 

Just like family members. 

And they're giving more economically. 

That's practical. 

More milk. Then?

(Ed: were the cows and bulls happy and comfortable with lifelong protection???

THAT requires COOPERATION of four the dedicated, trained UP varnas)
Pradyumna: "If there is enough milk, enough grains, enough fruit, enough cotton, enough silk, and enough jewels, then why do the people need cinemas, houses of prostitution, slaughterhouses, etc? What is the need of an artificial luxurious life of cinema, cars, radio, flesh, and hotels? Has this civilization produced anything but quarreling, individually and nationally? Has this civilization enhanced the cause of equality and fraternity by sending thousands of men into a hellish factory and warfields at the whims of a particular man? It is said here that the cows used to moisten the pasturing land with milk." It's nice. You compare the warfield and the factory. I think people appreciate that. You compare the factory with the warfield.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So whatever thought comes to me, I discuss as far as possible. Why these things are...

Therefore I want to organize this farm project.

LET THERE BE IDEAL (Ed: the purpose of the farms is to show the IDEAL!!!)

And it is becoming ideal in America. People are coming even from the school, college, they are coming to see New Vrindaban. And there was section where our enemies, they are not disturbing. So they are appreciating.

Still we are not thoroughly organized, but still they're appreciating.

They'll appreciate.

One day will come they'll appreciate.
(Ed: NOT unless we graduate to fourth, third, second or first class and COOPERATE.)

And other parents, as they come and thank me, "Swamiji, it is our great fortune that..." Many parents came when I was in Los Angeles.

Hari-çauri: Yes. That's becoming more organized now. They have a Parents for Krishna group now.

Prabhupäda: Any sane man will appreciate. Why this father, mother, came to congratulate me? "Swamiji, you have done so..." It is Kåñëa's desire that everyone be happy. They'll take Kåñëa consciousness. Then?

Pradyumna: "It is said here that the cows used to moisten the pasturing land with milk because their milk bags were fatty and the animals were joyful. Do they not require, therefore, proper protection for a joyful life by being fed with a sufficient quantity of grass in the field? Why should men kill cows for their selfish purposes? Why should men not be satisfied with grains, fruits and milk, which combined together can produce hundreds and thousands of palatable dishes?

Why are there slaughterhouses  all over the world to kill

innocent animals?”

[Ed: because we do not comprehend the simple 

 HYPERLINK  \l "SIMPLETHING" 
principle that unless we understand, learn , live and show an ECONOMICAL  PRACTICAL AND CONVENIENT alternative way to organize society, viz; the four varnasrama livelihoods’ cooperation of subsistence  on our locally produced foodstuffs centered exclusively on protected cow’s milk and bullock-based agriculture, i.e. a  business-free, overhead-free, sustainably economically viable land, grazing and pasture management supported by the satisfaction, higher taste and purpose in life, no-one will take it up and people will continue to find NO ALTERNATIVE to managing the land’s resources (grass) in the most convenient way by grazing it with cows and bulls for slaughter. THAT’s why!

We can see that this purport (written before coming to America), spontaneously recalled here (and numerously elsewhere) by His Divine Grace particularly in response to an appreciation of the practical nature of his writings, when taken into context with the subject matter of “THE verse”, is revealed by the accompanying conversation(s) as the nucleous, driving impetus and sustaining thread of his Movement to bring the most fallen “humans” through chanting “in the process” to the point of giving up all connection whatsoever with cow and bull slaughter by practically organizing varnasrama, devotees (neophyte and advanced) cooperatively subsisting on their own milk and foodgrains, becoming completely satisfied, “happy with Krsna”“making Vrndavana” wherever they are, giving up all association with the soul killing lifestyle  for going back to Krishna in the next life].

“Mahäräja Parékñit, grandson of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, while touring his vast kingdom, saw a black man attempting to kill a cow. The king at once arrested the butcher and chastised him sufficiently. Should not a king or executive head protect the lives of the poor animals who are unable to defend themselves? Is this humanity? Are not the animals of a country citizens also? Prabhupäda: That's all (laughing) we have said.

Morning Walk                         January 8, 1977, Bombay
Prabhupäda: Woman's nature is the same everywhere. In spite of your women being so elevated, Cäëakya Paëòita has said, "You don't trust them." Viçväso naiva kartavyaù stréñu räja-kuleñu ca. That means nature is the same.

Dr. Patel: It is a system of custom.

Prabhupäda: And Urvaçé was explaining Purüravä about woman's nature...

Dr. Patel: That sanctity of fact, not to us.

Prabhupäda: Fortunately, 

our men cannot have sex cult even up to the point of death.
Dr. Patel: What I mean to say is that we have...

Prabhupäda: Our, if you say, "our," so if one is sticking to the sex cult up to the point of death, he's not "our."

Dr. Patel: Sex cult...

Prabhupäda: Sex cult, yes, gåhamedhé. Who stick into family life, that is sex cult. It has no other meaning. It is a concession of sex. To remain in household life means a concession of sex.

Devotee: So now you are sixty-five...

Dr. Patel: No, that is not sex. I am prepared to oppose you for hear.

Prabhupäda: No, I don't hear you. I hear the çästra.

Dr. Patel: No, but this is also çästra. Please let me...

Prabhupäda: Yan maithunädi-gåhamedhi-sukham. No, maithuna, but maithuna products. You are attached to your sons and daughters. That is maithuna product.

Dr. Patel: That way we are attached to our bodies.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is... Either maithuna... Just like Gandhi. The same thing, a bigger scale. Bigger scale. Maithuna product.

Dr. Patel: Our body is also maithuna product.

Prabhupäda: That's all right, but that is the first instruction: "Don't be attached to this body." So if we remain attached up to the point of death to the maithuna or maithuna product, then the same illusion. That is said.

Dr. Patel: So you have to leave the body consciousness and become soul conscious perpetually. It is...

Prabhupäda: And that soul consciousness is Kåñëa consciousness. Yes. So... But in the soul consciousness...

Dr. Patel: Becoming brahma-bhütaù, you have to worship Parabrahman Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Jaya. Cent percent Kåñëa consciousness is liberation. Hitvä 'nyathä...
Dr. Patel: Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä.

Prabhupäda: That is beginning.

Dr. Patel: He gets the highest bhakti. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati, samaù sarveñu...

Prabhupäda: No, Brahma-bhütaù... Where is that brahma-bhütaù?
Dr. Patel: Then he mad-bhaktià labhate param. Then he gets the real... Otherwise body conscious people cannot do the bhakti without becoming brahma-bhütaù.

Prabhupäda: Brahma-bhütaù. Everyone is çaréra-bhütaù.
Dr. Patel: That is what I was telling you. And everyone was çarére kuëape tri-dhätuke.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

So unless one is brahma-bhütaù, 

there is no question of advancing in spiritual life. 

(break) ...parihåtya kartam. 

devarñi-bhütäpta-nåëäà pitèëäà

näyam åëé na kiìkaro räjan

sarvätmanä yaù çaraëaà çaraëyaà

gato mukundaà parihåtya kartam

Finished, no more duty: "I simply surrender to Kåñëa." He is liberated. Sarvätmanä yaù çaraëaà çaraëyaà gato mukundaà parihåtya kartam. "I have no more duty." That is the brahma-bhütaù stage, when one thinks, prasannätmä, "Why I am suffering this unnecessary...?" (break) Devarñi-bhütäpta-nåëäà pitèëäm. (break) Matir na kåñëe parataù svato vä mitho 'bhipadyeta gåha-vratänäm. One, if he is gåha-vrata, he goes to guru or not guru--he'll never be reformed. Gåha-vratänäm: one who has taken this vow that this home is everything, gåha-vrata. Vrata means taken vow: "It is my only duty." Matir na kåñëe. He cannot place his mind unto Kåñëa, matir na kåñëe parataù svato vä, either by good advice of guru or personal, svataù, na mithaù, nor by meeting, sat-saìga, so-called sat-saìga, because the real disease is gåha-vrata.

Dr. Patel: No, that is right, sir. But there are...

Prabhupäda: Yes. So the gåha-vrata... If we keep ourself gåha-vrata, then either guru or personally or by sat-saìga, nothing will help us. Matir na kåñëe parataù svato vä mitho 'bhipadyeta gåha-vratänäm. Why? Adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisraà punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm. Chewing the chewed. (break) Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçaya ye bahir-artha-mäninaù. If one is trying to be happy by material adjustment, that is duräçayä. It will never be.... (break) Yävan na ghånita mahéyasäà pada-räjobhiñekam. Yavan na ghrnita. 

Bhägavata çloka, each word, each line, concentrated. 

Vyäsadeva's contribution, last thing; by Närada's upadeça. 
And this is the only means of anarthopaçamam. 

You have created anarthas, and human life is meant for arthadam. But.... Hare Kåñëa. 

So therefore real Vedic civilization is that gradually we have to give up this gåha-vrata position. At one time you must voluntarily give up. Although I do not like to give up, still, by the order of the çästra, one has to give up. Païcasordhvam vanam vrajet. Vrajet means compulsory. Just like we accept so many things compulsory, similarly, to give up family attachment after fiftieth year, that is compulsory. We therefore invite all the compulsory, what is called, renouncement. Of course, nobody can go to the forest. That is not possible. They are not trained up as a brahmacäré. So this Hare Kåñëa Land--"Come on." All the vänaprasthas, they can live in this land or Våndävana, Hyderabad, simply for bhagavad-bhajana and no other purpose, anyäbhiläñitä-çünyaà, making all other purposes zero. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyaà jïäna-karmädy-anävåtam. Jïäna and karma, these are bondage. Karmé, jïäné, yogi--they are especially bewildered. They want something, but still they say that "I am now renounced." So long there is want, he cannot be renounced. Renounced means no more want. Svämin kåtärtho 'smi: "I am fully satisfied now. I don't want any..." Yaà labdhvä cäparaà läbhaà manyate nädhikaà tataù. "I have got such a nice thing that I have no aspiration for getting any more." That is brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä. Svamin kåtartho 'smi. So this is Vedic civilization, that at a certain stage one should forget that "I belong to this family, I belong to this society, I belong to this nation, and so on," there are. Sva-dhéù kalaträdiñu. Sva-dhéù: "My own men, my kinsmen." This is sva-dhéù. And beginning from kalaträdiñu. Kalatra means wife. Wife is the beginning of expansion. From wife, child; from child to grandchild; grandchild to great-grandchild; and so on, so on. Stri means "which increases." Kalaträdiñu. [ ]

Dr. Patel: Sat-saìga is continuously coming in contact with such gurus like you or, I mean, reading that çästras, also is a sat-saìga.

Prabhupäda: But reading... By reading, you cannot understand. Tad-vijïänärthaà sa gurum eväbhigacchet. 
That is also vidhilén: "In order to understand that science, he must go to guru." [ ]

It is a very dangerous civilization, soul-killing civilization. 

We should be very very careful  if we want

success also. We shall go now? (end)
Morning Walk                             January 9, 1977, Bombay 

Haàsadüta: You were explaining to that reporter in Pennsylvania, Çréla Prabhupäda, that actually this women's liberation is just a trick by the men.

Prabhupäda: Yes! It is trick by the men, yes.

Dr. Patel: How... Could you explain that?

Prabhupäda: Because if they remain free, they get young women free. That's rascal's man brain. That "You take freedom."

Dr. Patel: This is a third-class argument.

Prabhupäda: This is argument! This is argument. This is fact. These rascals keep these women unmarried to enjoy daily new, new young women, these karmés, these rascals. There is club. There is club. These young women are paid for that topless, bottomless. You do not know.

Dr. Patel: No. I have never seen a girl naked. I refuse to...

Prabhupäda: I have... I know everything.

Haàsadüta: Prabhupäda, you gave the example that 

what is the use of keeping a cow 

if you can get milk in the (Ed: “slaughterhouse”) marketplace.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Cow-keeping is expensive. (Ed: “giving protection”)

Dr. Patel: Why keep a cow when milk is available. (laughs)

Trivikrama: It's a fact. The young men think like that.

Prabhupäda: They make pregnant and they go away. And this poor girl, either she has to kill the child or beg from the government, "Give me welfare; otherwise..." Is that freedom? These rascal woman...

Dr. Patel: This is freedom. Actually the government recognized...

Prabhupäda: Government means a set of rascals. But practical point of view the woman wants equal right. Equal rights they enjoy, and the woman becomes pregnant, and he goes away, the boy. And she has to kill the child or beg from the government. This is her freedom. And still, equal rights. Where equal right? The boy has gone away. You also go away? No. You'll have to carry the child. To get freedom you have to kill or you have to beg. And still she thinks, "I am free."

Dr. Patel: Such experience (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: Rather we are giving freedom, that "Never mind you have got illegitimate son. Come here. Live with us. Chant Hare Kåñëa."

Trivikrama: And by teaching them to be chaste...

Prabhupäda: Yes. And teaching "Don't do it again." That's all. We are giving. And they are happy. My Godbrothers criticize that "You keep women in the temple." I tell them, "I cannot reject."

Dr. Patel: I was also thinking like that, today, I mean, presence I said, that Vaiñëavas keep woman...

Prabhupäda: It is different situation. I cannot reject anyone.

Dr. Patel: No, that's right. You are right. But this is a great affecting the boys down here. After all...

Prabhupäda: But they are taught, "Don't be misled." But if they cannot, that (indistinct). I cannot deny. I cannot deny. I cannot say that "You are woman. You are condemned." I cannot.

Dr. Patel: Caitanya Mahäprabhu used to keep women away from...

Prabhupäda: That is personally as a sannyäsé, not that... He never said that women should be refused Kåñëa consciousness.

Dr. Patel: No. Nobody has said so. But they should not mix.

Prabhupäda: Here in the Western country it is their custom to mix, intermingle freely. How can I stop it? I may stop in my temple, but they will do it outside. So it is impossible.

Jagadéça: Nowadays even in the universities, they allow the free mixing of boys and girls in the same dormitories. In the same dormitories.

Prabhupäda: Same room.

Dr. Patel: In the same dormitories they live together you mean. Girls have no separate...

Jagadéça: Oh, yes. Free mixing.

Trivikrama: Same showers even. Bathroom the same.

Dr. Patel: Oh, were...

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa gives freedom. Striyo çüdras tathä vaiçyäs te 'pi yänti paräm. "Never mind. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Come on." Mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa. "Anyone. Come on. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Take prasäda." This is my propaganda.

Dr. Patel: My mind is haunted by those (indistinct). There will be somebody...

Prabhupäda: I know that I sincere to Kåñëa, He'll do the rest.

Dr. Patel: That is right. You have extreme faith.

Prabhupäda: Faith means extreme faith. Not reserved. Faith does not mean any reservation. What is that? Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk. This is... Ananya-bhäk. No reservation. That is... Sädhur eva. He is sädhu. Whatever he does, it doesn't matter. Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk. Sädhur eva sa mantavyaù. He sädhu. Mahätmänas tu mäà pärtha daivéà prakåtim äçritäù, bhajanty ananya-manaso. These are the words. Require staunch faithful devotion. Then you are perfect. Then doesn't matter what you are, what you are doing. Whether the real point is fixed up. Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk. Fifty percent, ten percent devotion... 

Dr. Patel: Not even .001 percent reservation. I mean so far the bhakti's concerned. Bhaktya avyabhicareëa.

Prabhupäda: That is. Sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhuyaya. Even in the Brahman platform. Not in the material platform. Sa guëän samatétya. Sama-prakarena utétya(?). Cent percent utétya(?).

Dr. Patel: (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is credit.

Dr. Patel: This is credit, and this is also, I mean, that this should happen also...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Here is the right movement. This is the test.
Dr. Patel: If all that...

Prabhupäda: Who cares for this Transcendental Meditation? They are not hogging any propaganda. It is coming this ear and going this ear. They don't care for it. So many others have gone. Who cares for them? ‘

They are not serious for Kåñëa consciousness, because they know it is 

changing the whole civilization.
Haàsadüta: There's that one verse you were saying, Çréla Prabhupäda, that so many Brahmäs may come and go...

Prabhupäda: Unless there is opposition, it is not genuine. It is not genuine or it is not serious. Opposition must be there. Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead--there is opposition always, from the very beginning of His birth.

Dr. Patel: Kåñëa had all the opposition throughout His life.

Prabhupäda: Throughout His life. That means genuine Supreme Lord. Before His birth.

Dr. Patel: Before, yes. And after, He was cursed (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: Çiçupäla was His cousin-brother.

Dr. Patel: Cousin-brother. (Sanskrit) If you consider that, He rose against all odds. Greater the opposition, better you become.

Prabhupäda: Samo 'haà sarva-bhüteñu. God must be equal to everyone.

Dr. Patel: You are right. With that extreme faith, Jesus took to the cross. Huh? (break)

Prabhupäda: That is the greatness of the movement. (break)

Dr. Patel: We will be meeting with all people in the whole world. And you will be...

Prabhupäda: Yes, I am the oldest.

Dr. Patel: (laughing) Keep in my hand and walk. And I would say, sir, that you also should not take bath in cold water.

Prabhupäda: No, I don't take. I... Since 1970, 1966, '67, I am not taking cold bath. 

Before that, even in America I was taking twice cold water bath.

Dr. Patel: I have never taken cold water in my life.

Prabhupäda: Shower I was taking.

Dr. Patel: All these boys take cold water, required from them.
Prabhupäda: I never used hot water. 

In India the Delhi is the coldest part. In my business life, in the hotel I was taking cold water. Everyone was surprised. "How you can?" In Saharanpur, in bitter cold, I was taking cold water early in the morning.

Dr. Patel: This will be extreme cold in river. I have taken bath in the confluence four or five years back. It was not winter, but then it was... It is cold throughout the year because snow melt and keep water very cold.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (break) ...gentleman will have a flag in the home.

Dr. Patel: During the times of Moguls you have seen all the pictures with the flag.

Prabhupäda: That was the system. Our Pandit Jawaharlal was keeping one flag also, always.

Dr. Patel: But what prosperity India must have. Those people from Europe tried to find out India and went down there and found America. What prosperity they must have... What prosperity India must have then.

Prabhupäda: India can have prosperity even now if they take their own culture.

Discussion on Deprogrammers        January 9, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: No, no. Why not take this... Suppose he is attracted by some woman. Let him dress like a gentleman and keep with the woman as husband and wife and preach. What is the wrong there? Whatever is done, you close up that chapter. Now you become a householder. There is no harm. And live as a gentleman householder and preach. 

But don't play duplicity in the dress of sannyäsé to keep private relations. 

That is not good. That is duplicity. Better openly become a respectable householder and serve Kåñëa. 

Our service is main thing, either in this dress or that dress. 

So if you cannot keep yourself sincerely as a sannyäsé, then get yourself married. 

But you cannot keep the girl as friend. That is also not good.

Jagadéça: But for Brahmänanda, he may remain sannyäsé? Brahmänanda?

Prabhupäda: That is his choice. But we say that "Don't be hypocrite." That's all. If he thinks now he'll be able to continue as a sannyäsé, he'll not fall down, he'll be careful, let him continue. That will depend on his sincerity. But I say that if you cannot remain as a sannyäsé, get yourself married, live like a gentleman and serve Kåñëa. Why should you give up Kåñëa's service? That is my point. As you want to live, any way, comfortably, do it. We never condemned gåhasthas. If sannyäsa is not suitable for you, you remain as a gåhastha. What is the wrong there?

Room Conversation Ramkrishna Bajaj and friends        January 9, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Faith. Yes. Faith means firm faith. Faith does not mean... Anyway, ädau çraddhä. This çraddhä, if we increase this çraddhä, you have to associate with sädhu.. And who is sädhu? Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk sädhur eva samantavyaù. He is sädhu, who is simply engaged in Kåñëa's service. He is sädhu. Api cet suduräcäraù: "Even though you find there is some discrepancies in his character, because he is fully engaged in My service, he is sädhu." Sädhur eva sa mantavyaù samyag vyavasito hi saù [Bg. 9.30]. If he has got other engagement, he is not sädhu. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam: [Brs. 1.1.11] "Other engagement zero." That is sädhu. The sädhu-saìga [Cc. Madhya 22.83]. You have to associate with such sädhus who are cent percent engaged in Kåñëa's service. Ädau çraddhä tato sädhu-saìgaù tato bhajana-kriyä. If you mix with the sädhu, then you'll learn the activities. Sädhu-märgänugamanam. The sädhus are rising early in the morning; they are attending maìgala ärati, they are reading Bhagavad-gétä, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, then dressing the Deity and having ärati and so on, so on, so on. This is called bhajana-kriyä. Ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-saìgo 'tha bhajana [Cc. Madhya 23.14-15]. Then anartha-nivåttiù syät: then all these material activities will stop. [ ]
Guest (10): What's the difference between grace and mercy?

Prabhupäda: Grace means he'll willingly give you mercy, and mercy means you ask for mercy. Kåpa-siddha. Sädhana-siddha and kåpa-siddha. You are trying to earn one lakh of rupees—that is sädhana. But if somebody is gracious he can give you: "Take one lakh of rupees. Don't work hard." That is grace. That is kåpa. You are ambitious for one lakh of rupees or somebody graciously give you: "All right, take." There are many persons. So that is grace. Otherwise, you earn by your hard labor. That is sädhana. Similarly, by association, by sädhana-bhakti, you attain perfection, and by grace also, you can attain perfection. Two ways. So those who are kåpa-siddha, they are more fortunate. (Hindi) Preach this Bhagavad-gétä as it is. People will be benefited. You'll be benefited. 

Don't make unnecessary interpretation, misguide others and spoil your own life. 

That is very unfortunate. What is the difficulty to accept Bhagavad-gétä? There is no difficulty. Unfortunately we interpret in different way and take it other way. So our little attempt is to spread Bhagavad-gétä as it is, and whatever it may be, it is being accepted in the Western countries. [ ]

Bhakti means to act to satisfy to Kåñëa. That is bhakti. 

Without any argument, what Kåñëa says, that's all right.

Guest (10): Unconditional.

Prabhupäda: Unconditional. That is surrender. If we read Bhagavad-gétä in that way, then sthito 'smi, then sthita prajïä. 

And if you make cut short... Arjuna said, sarvam etad åtaà manye yan mäà vadasi keçava [Bg. 10.14]. 

"Keçava, whatever  You have said, I accept it in total." 

That is surrender. 
No cut  SHORT.

Room Conversation                January 10, 1977, Bombay                                                         
Rämeçvara: Has Prabhupäda told you how much profit you should make? Because in America you have always said it should be marked up one hundred percent. If a book costs us one dollar, we should sell to the temple at two dollars. So your book is costing over one dollar, and you are only selling it for $1.45.

Gopäla Kåñëa: No, no. The Bhägavatam's costing less. The Gétäs we are selling for $1.50.

Rämeçvara: Oh.

Gopäla Kåñëa: The Bhägavatams... Also the freight from here is less. That's another feeling that we have. Prabhupäda told me England, Australia, Africa should get books from India, and America, Canada, from America.

Prabhupäda: There is no consideration of big profit. Simply we want big number, distribution. That's all.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Also this will increase our prestige as a movement.

Prabhupäda: Big number, as big as possible. My Guru Mahäräja, he had magazines in six languages: English, Hindi, Bengali, Oriya, Assamese, and one Bengali daily. So if our men complained that "Such and such men are not giving their subscription, so, what we can do? Stop the supply?" Oh, he would become very angry. He asked them, "Are you commercial-hired fools? No! Supply free!" He used to say like that. He was asking, "Whether we shall stop supply? The subscription is not coming." So immediately he became angry: "Are you commercial-hired? If he's not giving price, supply him free." That was his policy. So less perfect or..., try to see how many numbers of books.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. Because once BBT India starts making profit, then the burden on BBT America will also be lessened. BBT India can start giving money for construction and other things. I foresee that if BBT India goes on, next, in 1977 we should make a profit of at least twenty-five lakhs rupees, twenty-five to thirty lakhs.
Prabhupäda: That's nice. And open center village to village, town to town. Påthivéte äche yata nagarädi-gräma. See first printing is very first class and it is distributed very widely.

Conversation on Train to Allahabad               January 11, 1977, India
Rämeçvara: And there's also a chance to meet government leaders.

Prabhupäda: Someway or other, it is becoming popular. (chuckles) Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa.

Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, should we be thinking in our minds that one day the Kåñëa consciousness movement will have to manage the cities and the nations of the world?
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: So there are so many different departments in managing such a big thing. It requires a lot of...

Prabhupäda: No, no. We shall... If people become Kåñëa conscious, then the so many nonsense departments will be reduced.

Hari-çauri: Simplified.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The department, the sinful departments, illicit sex, meat-eating, this will be closed, and that will make simple.

Rämeçvara: Completely?

Prabhupäda: No, at least we shall try to make closed. And if people become localized, then this traffic will be little. Just like I am trying to organize the farm. If people do not come out of home, then this system will be obsolete. There will be no more department. They have created hundreds. They do not know how to manage it. For livelihood they have to go to Bombay, and therefore they require so many local trains. But if they localized, they can get their livelihood locally, there is no question of these all...

Rämeçvara: In America this is becoming the number-one problem--unemployment.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They must be. Artificial employment. (train re-starts)

Rämeçvara: People go to college in America; they can no longer get jobs. They spend so many years going to college getting their degree. So now they cannot find any jobs.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the position in America. And what to speak of this country. Therefore, after being educated they go to foreign countries. You'll find so many Indians in educational labs(?) in your country, because they don't get any suitable jobs. (break) ...their so many departments will be closed.

Rämeçvara: It's possible in India but not in America.

Prabhupäda: Why?

Rämeçvara: The American people are... They consider it backwards.

Prabhupäda: That has to be educated, that backward is real life.
Rämeçvara: They think they have achieved a higher standard of freedom by traveling all over the world...

Prabhupäda: Where is your freedom? Where is your freedom if for your livelihood you have to go a hundred miles? Where is your freedom? Why you are illusioned? For your bread, you have to go hundred miles off, either by car or by train. So where is your freedom?

Rämeçvara: The freedom is in leisure time. They have a lot of leisure time.

Prabhupäda: Where is leisure time? You rise early in the morning and start for your office. Where is your leisure time? All imagination. I have seen in New York. They are coming from the other parts, starting early in the morning, two hours in the ferry and two hours in the cars, and standing two hours. What is this? Leaders, rich men, can think like that, that "I have leisure," but a worker, lower class, they have no freedom. That is illusion, and we are trying to give freedom to everyone. That is freedom. You are forced to go to the factory and work there in a hellish condition of life. Is that freedom?

Rämeçvara: There must be still education so the people will... Say we are one day...

Prabhupäda: No education, no. Education will be required only for the guiding class: brähmaëas, kñatriyas, not for anyone, çüdras. They are two only. Others will... What education required? Suppose if you produce... If you..., you are accustomed to agriculture, cow protection, there is no need going to college and schools. If you remain illiterate, still you can do.

Rämeçvara: But in America...

Prabhupäda: No, no, America is not... I am talking of the (indistinct), the class who will guide the aim of life, brähmaëa class, and a class that will give them protection from injuries by others, kñatriya class. Then the next class, food-producing men, they do not require.

Actually only brähmaëas, they require education,

or all others, they will simply see and learn. So little education required—

that you can learn by hearing only, that's all.

Suppose a brähmaëa class says that "This is good; this is bad."  
So you hear and accept.
It doesn't require to go to school and college. So education will be simplified. (break) It has become very much complicated. 

Rämeçvara: They have given too much power to the people, so the people demand so many things.

Prabhupäda: Therefore they're suffering. Ordinary people, what they'll do? Anarthas. Actually it is anartha. They have created so many things.

Rämeçvara: They are very much afraid if we close down the gambling houses and the prostitution houses that there will be no more enjoyment. Life will be boring.

Prabhupäda: "What we'll do?" (laughter) So we shall give you opportunity to chant Hare Kåñëa and dance here. (train stops) What is this nonsense?

Rämeçvara: It seems that if one day the Kåñëa conscious movement has actually achieved some powerful position in America...

Prabhupäda: That we want.

Rämeçvara: ...we will have to tolerate all these things--cinema, nightclubs. How can we close all these things? The people want these things.

Prabhupäda: No. If you educate people, if you give them better enjoyment, they'll give up.

Rämeçvara: Very gradual.

Prabhupäda: Just like our men. They are not after cinema or brothel house or restaurants. It requires education.

Hari-çauri: We have to make them devotees.

Rämeçvara: But can all the masses of people become devotees?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes, cent percent devotees, by this process: ask them to chant and take prasäda.
Jagadéça: People in general are very much inclined to accept whoever their leader is if they feel happy. So if we give them kértana and prasädam, if their economic needs are met, then how can they avoid? Economic needs are the main thing. That's why they...

Prabhupäda: If they can eat nicely and they have no complaint for living conditions, they will become.

Rämeçvara: But they will not give up sex life.

Prabhupäda: No, no. I don't say that you give up sex life.

Rämeçvara: That means that they want to have nice clothing and cars for sex. As soon as there is sex, then they want so many other things to make it more attractive.

Prabhupäda: Not necessarily. Not necessarily. Formerly there was sex life. They're thinking like that, "We require," naturally. First of all they'll be... If they advance in Kåñëa consciousness, they will stop sex life. Yad-avadhi mama cetaù kåñëa... If they're really Kåñëa conscious, they'll have no more taste for sex life. That is...

Hari-çauri: But that position is not very easily attainable.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not easy. Therefore we say, "Restrict this." And this will be possible if he follows our program.

Rämeçvara: You have said many times that if a small percentage of the Americans become Kåñëa conscious, then the whole country can gradually become Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: So that means that in the beginning we may be very powerful in government, but still, the masses of people will be karmés still.

Prabhupäda: No. You can introduce in such a way that they will become devotees. Suppose in big, big factories we shall introduce this prasäda distribution and chanting. They'll immediately be popular. Everything will be... Ceto-darpaëa-märjanam.
Jagadéça: In order for us to get power, by that time the illumination and knowledge of Kåñëa consciousness will be widespread.

Rämeçvara: That's what I'm wondering. I was thinking that it wouldn't be. There would be...

Jagadéça: Otherwise how can we get through? What is the use of having one politician?

Rämeçvara: Many revolutions have been victorious with a very small minority of people behind them because they're so well organized. Russia, Germany, all these revolutions.

Prabhupäda: That's a fact.

Rämeçvara: In history there is examples of small groups of people taking over a government because they are very intelligent and very well organized.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: And the mass of people did not believe in them, but still, they took over the government. Like in Russia.

Jagadéça: But Kåñëa consciousness knowledge...

Prabhupäda: In Russia, the mass of people aloof from this rascal theory.

Hari-çauri: They are not Communists, the mass of people. The Communist party itself is very small.

Prabhupäda: Yes, very small. By terrorism there will be, by terrorism.

Rämeçvara: So when the Kåñëa consciousness movement becomes so powerful that it is in charge of the government, is it because of a small group of people or because of a mass?

Prabhupäda: It is due to quality of the leaders.

Rämeçvara: But will it be like Russia where there is only a small group of people who are Kåñëa conscious?

Prabhupäda: No, it is not that. The quality of the people will be changed.

Rämeçvara: So that means the whole mass population...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Only then will Kåñëa conscious government...

Prabhupäda: No, no. You can have government when you are in even minority. But the mass of people, on account of this quality, will have to see.

Hari-çauri: The idea is to convince them that what they need is good quality leaders, that not necessarily that they already have to become to that stage themselves.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jagadéça: Kåñëa consciousness can be appreciated by any man because it's very simple.

Prabhupäda: Simple and it is natural also.

Hari-çauri: The desire for good leadership is there, so if we present good leaders, then they'll naturally take.

Prabhupäda: Our leaders must be very good.

Hari-çauri: That means we have to move into political circles (train starts moving) and do a lot of preaching on there.

Prabhupäda: If you work strictly on your principles, then everyone...

Rämeçvara: In America there is a rule that there is separation of church and government.

Prabhupäda: It is not church.

Rämeçvara: But they think of us...

Prabhupäda: Not stereotyped church.

Rämeçvara: But they think of us as a religion.

Prabhupäda: They may think. It is not the fact. It is a culture.

Rämeçvara: For example, this group, this new record, Golden Avatar record...

Prabhupäda: That may be for a certain class.

Rämeçvara: It can become very popular, but if they find out it is Hare Kåñëa, they will think it is religion and they will not buy it. But if we do not mention that it is Hare Kåñëa right at the beginning...

Prabhupäda: Either you mention or not mention, unless they realize that it is good...

Rämeçvara: Well, that they'll realize when they hear it. Just like our book distributors. They're not dressing as Hare Kåñëa devotees; therefore they are successful. As soon as the people see that they are Hare Kåñëa devotees, they do not want religion.

Prabhupäda: No... Suppose a military dress... Then there are different dresses. When it is understood properly, dress is immaterial. The military dress... Everyone knows that their business is to kill. That does not mean they are hated. Similarly, people see, and when they understand, that is the process.

Jagadéça: In the Kåñëa book, when Kamsa was being a little lenient with Vasudeva, Närada Muni thought to speed things up, so he instigated Kamsa to become frightened about Vasudeva and Devaki and their children. So similarly, it appears that in order to speed up Kåñëa consciousness's infiltration and overtaking this materialistic society, that all of these brainwashing charges and...

Prabhupäda: It has got... The chanting has got spiritual power. That will rectify everything. Even there is misunderstanding, it will be rectified. That is spiritual power.

Rämeçvara: The chanting for the mass of people is by reading your books.

Prabhupäda: That will rectify everything. Ceto-darpaëa-märjanam. All misunderstanding gone away.

Rämeçvara: We have to be very clever.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Rämeçvara: In America it requires being very clever to get them to read your books. Even if they buy millions of books, there's no guarantee that they're reading it. So we have to make other kinds of propaganda.

Prabhupäda: No, at least it is expected they will read: "What is this book I have purchased? Let me see." Reading, of course, meant for intelligent class.

Hari-çauri: Well, just like this radio show, there were so many things said, but at the end, even the man who was blaspheming said, "Well, I guess we'll just have to read your books and find out what it's about." So if people hear a controvity and we're arguing one way, they argue another way, then if the book's there, they'll naturally want to read it just to see actually what's the fact.

Rämeçvara: We are starting a new radio show again in America. Formerly we had a show called "The Kåñëa Show." So we're starting it again, and it will be nationwide. And there will be a lot of controversy.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We have to take advantage of the modern medium of publicity.
Rämeçvara: Radio and even television.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Everyone watches television. If they see it on television it is--"That's a fact."

Prabhupäda: We have to show how we are eating, how we are sleeping, how we are talking. Hare Kåñëa. (japa)

Rämeçvara: The only hope is if Kåñëa gives us the intelligence--because we're so stupid.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa has already given you. Sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekäà çaraëaà vraja. That is simple truth. Believe in Kåñëa. That means Supreme Personality of Godhead. Whatever He says is truth. That's all. This is intelligence: "Whatever Kåñëa says, that is truth."

Hari-çauri: Even if one is not so clever, still, if he simply repeats and presents Kåñëa, then that's enough.

Prabhupäda: Firm faith. Firm faith: "Whatever Kåñëa says is all right."

Hari-çauri: Because ultimately Kåñëa is the doer of everything.

Prabhupäda: Çraddhä-çabde viçväsa sudåòha niçcaya. This is basic platform, that "What Kåñëa says, that is truth." Kåñëa bhakti kaile sarva-karma kåta haya: "If I follow Kåñëa, then my business is complete." This is intelligence.
Now... We have come to the  open field.  How it is nice.
And so long we were passing through that congested areas--hellish, simply hellish. And now here is open space. How it is nice.

Hari-çauri: To enter into a city is so imposing on your consciousness.

Prabhupäda: Up to that point, simply rubbish, all papers thrown here and there. People are living in... Now see here, how it is open and pleasing...
Organize this farm project. 

FARM. (background talking)

Hari-çauri: He's just saying that in the West one requires a great deal of capital. To start a farm, to get the land, you need a lot of money because land is very expensive. And also we have to use modern farming techniques because we have so few men to run the farms.

Prabhupäda: No,  you show EXAMPLE.

People  will do automatically.
When the people find it is very nice, 

they will take.

Hari-çauri: Should we try to make an effort to have our householders go and live on the farms, a special effort? If it's ready to do that?

Prabhupäda: Why householders? Everyone. Hare Kåñëa. (japa)

Rämeçvara: In America there is a very big emphasis on getting people to join us by moving into our temples. The temple presidents are very eager to get as many people to move in as possible, but in the long run most people cannot come up to the standard.

Prabhupäda: There fore I am... FARMS.
Rämeçvara: So they have to be encouraged to have a little bit of Kåñëa consciousness in their own home, make their home a temple.

Prabhupäda: No, let them go to the FARM, New Vrindaban. 
Rämeçvara: Many people... Most people in the world, they are gåhamedhés, and they cannot give it up so easily.

Prabhupäda: "No, you remain... Come here with your wife, children. You remain gåhamedhé."

Jagadéça: New Vrindaban is very austere. If we build little bungalows with modern convenience...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Jagadéça: There has to be some modern convenience.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Then we shall do that.

Rämeçvara: But for many people who live in the cities, they have their jobs already. They don't want to give it up.

Prabhupäda: (train slows down) What is the nonsense? No, there is a station? No station.

Jagadéça: Why does this train keep stopping? (train stops)

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Hare Kåñëa. Jaya.
Jagadéça: Why does the train keep stopping?

Prabhupäda: Who is this gentleman?

Hari-çauri: Pradyumna?

Prabhupäda: Oh, Pradyumna.

Rämeçvara: Say, in America, most people live in the cities, and they already have their job, and they are set in their ways.

Prabhupäda: But you said that there is unemployment also.

Rämeçvara: To a certain extent. But there are still 250,000,000 people. So most of them...

Prabhupäda: So those who are unemployed, let them come to us. We shall give them employment.

Rämeçvara: Yes. But for the mass population...

Prabhupäda: Well, gradually you will increase and...

Rämeçvara: We have to give them something that they can do in their home.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: Because it is impractical to think that they will give up everything and move into the temple.

Prabhupäda: No, those who are unemployed, let them come. We shall give them employment.

Jagadéça: On the farm.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: For those who are unemployed, that's attractive.

Jagadéça: But for those who are already employed...

Rämeçvara: But most people have jobs.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Rämeçvara: Many people already have their jobs and their families.

Prabhupäda: All right, let them not come, but those who are unemployed, let them come.

Rämeçvara: But what...? For those people who already have their jobs, instead of...

Prabhupäda: That job... They will be very soon jobless. Don't worry. (laughs) They will come. They will be obliged to come. Now they have got job, but as the days are advancing in Kali-yuga, they'll be jobless.

Hari-çauri: So we can expect that material conditions are going to become very much worse than this.
Prabhupäda: They may come or not.

We don't care for it.

Let us

Jagadéça: If someone who is well-off wants to become a devotee, shall we encourage him to give up all of his material well-being or shall we ask him to instead put a temple in his house and encourage him how to make his house into a temple and make his whole family Kåñëa conscious?

Prabhupäda: And what is your material well-being? Everyone is going hundred miles for well-being. Is that well-being? Either they may go by motorcar or by train... And as soon as there is--what is called?--bottle-neck, they become very much disturbed: "How to go to the office?" Where is well-being?

Rämeçvara: Say, the Christian religion... The Christian religion has millions of followers.

Prabhupäda: But what is the meaning of these followers? They do not understand anything. Simply by rubber-stamp they are follower.

Rämeçvara: But if we can get a mass following, it is only possible by preaching to them little bit at a time.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

By your ideal life, ideal teaching, you'll get. 

This Christian or any religion, what is the use of that? It's not at all religion. It's simply rubber-stamp.

Rämeçvara: No. But if we had many people, then gradually we could help them become Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: But I think they all... One thing that scares people is that we ask too much...

Prabhupäda: Oh, that is...

Rämeçvara: ...at the beginning. We are asking too much.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: So if we ask just a little bit, then gradually we increase.

Prabhupäda: No, little bit we say, that "You come, chant Hare Kåñëa and take prasäda."

Jagadéça: "And read our books."

Prabhupäda: Suppose you are illiterate, you cannot. But you can do this--"Come here, chant Hare Kåñëa and take prasädam."

Rämeçvara: That is a big misunderstanding in America. People think that to be a Hare Kåñëa you have to give up everything.

Prabhupäda: That... Yes, you have to give up everything which is bad. Do you think drinking is very good?

Rämeçvara: (chuckling) No.

Prabhupäda: So if I say, "You have to give it up," so what is the wrong there?

Rämeçvara: But they feel that unless they give up everything all at once, they cannot become members of the Kåñëa movement.

Prabhupäda: No, you'll automatically give...

Rämeçvara: Gradually he'll automatically...

Prabhupäda: He'll give up.

Hari-çauri: (train starts to move again) First thing is to begin the positive process. Then the negative process will follow along.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. If he understands it is very nice to chant, dance, and take prasädam, they'll give up.
Rämeçvara: Many people think that if you become a Hare Kåñëa you have to shave your head.

Prabhupäda: That is very good.

Rämeçvara: But it scares them and it keeps them from joining us.

Prabhupäda: No, you save so much barbers' expenses. (laughter)

Hari-çauri: So much inconvenience for washing.

Rämeçvara: These are misunderstandings that confuse people.

Prabhupäda: The whole life is misunderstanding, material life.

Rämeçvara: But we want them to chant Hare Kåñëa. That's the main thing.

Prabhupäda: Why they are envious of us? When we live very nicely, they are envious that "These people do not do anything, and they are living so nicely."

Rämeçvara: They will not be so envious if they see that people who dress in Western style and keep their families and keep their jobs are also chanting Hare Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: We say... We say that, that we simply say, that "You change your consciousness."

Rämeçvara: Not change your dress, but change your consciousness.

Prabhupäda: No, we never said. If you prefer that kind of dress, costly, you prefer it, but we are simplified.

Rämeçvara: It's our choice.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: As a person becomes more purified, then he'll simplify himself anyway. And if he really cultivates a desire to...

Prabhupäda: Now, nowadays coat-pant is very costly. If you can spend your money, costly dress, we have no objection. Then you have to earn more; you have to work more. Therefore we are simplified.

Rämeçvara: Ultimately, it is the best thing.

Prabhupäda: If they want to come in that dress, come in. If you want, come in.

Rämeçvara: I have been studying this record business in the last month or two.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Rämeçvara: I've been studying the record business in America. People spend more money on records than they do on books. In general people are buying more records than books.

Prabhupäda: (aside:) Give them some seat. Is there any carpet? Bring something.

Hari-çauri: What time do you want to take prasädam, Çréla Prabhupäda? It's 8:25 now.

Prabhupäda: Whenever... You take?

Hari-çauri: Well, we'll all take in that other carriage, and you can eat undisturbed. I'll remain here or whatever you want.

Prabhupäda: I may take little later.

Hari-çauri: Well, we can take later on.

Rämeçvara: So I found out that people spend more money on records than on books in America. That means that if we sell our record in the store, it can bring us a lot of income. In general, people spend more money on records.

Prabhupäda: So you get more income. For using it, let them come and take prasädam. Don't accumulate money.

Rämeçvara: No.

Prabhupäda: Get money and spend it.

Rämeçvara: Prasäda distribution is the best thing.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: There was a big parade in Los Angeles called the Rose Bowl, one million people. So we made ten thousand bags of peanuts and raisins and called it "Govinda's Nuts 'n' Raisins." We were tossing it to the crowd, and they were going, "Hare Kåñëa! Here! Kåñëa!" They were begging for it.

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Rämeçvara: We could have passed out prasäda for one million people if we had had enough money.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Earn money like that.

Rämeçvara: It costs a lot of money.

Prabhupäda: Either produce food in the farm or earn money and purchase, but give prasädam.
Rämeçvara: We saw it, that they know it was Kåñëa prasäda, and they were standing up in the crowds, "Kåñëa! Here!" and begging for it.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) So they have at least chanted "Kåñëa." That is our profit.

Rämeçvara: And everyone liked it. And we were giving it out for free. That they very much appreciated.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Everyone else is taking their money, but when we give them prasäda for free, they very much appreciate it.

Prabhupäda: So do that. There is no need of accumulating money and pay income tax and botheration. Spend it. Always remain empty pocket.

Rämeçvara: So I was thinking to develop this record group so we can make lots of money.

Prabhupäda: You make lots of money and spend lots of money. Don't keep it in the pocket. What is the use of keeping? No income.

Rämeçvara: So our only interest is to spend it as fast as we get it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Spend it for distribution. They'll say, "Kåñëa, give us prasäda!" And that is our triumph. They chant and "Kåñëa." That's all right. "Take prasäda."

Rämeçvara: So I'm encouraging them to make more records like the "Change of Heart."

Prabhupäda: We are not dry, simply talking philosophy. "Take prasäda. Eat sumptuously."

Rämeçvara: In America, Çréla Prabhupäda, if people become followers of a particular music group, then they take their message and their life-style very seriously. Just like when the people were following the Beatles, and then the Beatles became involved with meditation, so this made it very popular in America. If the group becomes... If the music group becomes popular, then whatever they do, everyone follows. So I am thinking that we can make this music group, Golden Avatar, very popular. Then everyone will find out that they believe in reincarnation and chanting Hare Kåñëa, and everyone will follow.

Prabhupäda: Yes, something "Kåñëa, Kåñëa" music must be there.

Rämeçvara: Now, to make this group very popular, they have to have Western dress.

Prabhupäda: Never mind.

Rämeçvara: That's no problem.

Prabhupäda: No.

Rämeçvara: And they have to have long hair or wigs, or else they grow it. But somehow or other, they cannot be shaven-headed Hare Kåñëaç.

Prabhupäda: Long hair is not... We should not do that.

Rämeçvara: They have to have wigs then.

Prabhupäda: Why wigs?

Rämeçvara: Because in America all the musicians have hair, because that way people become attracted to them.

Prabhupäda: No, we cannot take hair. That is not possible. We cannot become hippies.

Rämeçvara: No, not hippies. So then, rather than growing their hair, they should wear wigs. Just like our book distributors do not grow their hair long, but they wear wigs.

Prabhupäda: But do you mean to say unless you have long hairs, they will not hear your song?

Rämeçvara: Medium.

Prabhupäda: That's not. If they like your song, it doesn't matter whether you have long hairs or not.

Rämeçvara: The main thing is they cannot be wearing çikhä and shaved head.

Prabhupäda: That must be there.

Rämeçvara: But when they make public appearances, they have to be in disguise.

Prabhupäda: Make public to become gentlemen. Formerly they had no long hairs. They dressed like gentlemen. That we cannot do.

Rämeçvara: So it doesn't have to be very long. But I don't think it will become popular unless they are in disguise, wearing Western clothes and a little bit of hair.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's all right. But formerly your father, grandfather, they had no long hair.

Rämeçvara: No, they will not dress like hippie. They will dress nicely.

Prabhupäda: Then that is allowed. But we cannot imitate the hippies.

Rämeçvara: No. I'm just saying that it is a little difficult if they wear their dhoté.
Prabhupäda: No, dhoté, I don't say. You have nice coat-pant. I don't say that you have to... I never said that. You have adopted it. (laughs) I never said that "You put on dhoté." But those who are sannyäsés, brahmacärés, their dress is different. But it doesn't require that one has to become a sannyäsé.
Hari-çauri: The wigs he's suggesting are just short ones, short hair wigs.

Rämeçvara: Yeah. As long as it's not hippy, it is all right. It has to be attractive. Gentlemen. I have taken this record, "Change of Heart," to the biggest record companies in America, and they are very encouraging. They think that we have got a very wonderful message.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is a fact.

Rämeçvara: They are astonished at the..., the words to the songs.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's a fact.

Rämeçvara: I think if this group is... If this is done...

Prabhupäda: Enechi auñadhi mäyä näçibära lägi. Our message is to kill the mäyä. This is wonderful message, undoubtedly. Enechi auñadhi mäyä näçibära lägi, hari-näma mahä-mantra lao tumi mägi: "Take this hari-näma." It is very important message.

Rämeçvara: In America, say a music group becomes popular, very popular. Then automatically, every time they make their record album, one million people will buy it in the stores without any salesmen. Automatically one million. It's considered very popular.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So make records "Kåñëa, Kåñëa."

Rämeçvara: And for each record our profit is $2.50. So $2.50 times one million records becomes millions of dollars.

Prabhupäda: Spend it for prasäda distribution. Don't squander it. Every cent should be utilized for Kåñëa, not for sense gratification.

Rämeçvara: Now, some of the money could be sent to India for ISKCON Food Relief.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: That would be very good.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. That will make our movement very popular in India.

Rämeçvara: They're always complaining that there's not enough money for food distribution in India.

Prabhupäda: So kindly send me as much as possible. Therefore these farming projects will be very nice.

Rämeçvara: That'll be great, if we can use the money... Do you think I should set up a separate account for the records, so that all the profit is used for food distribution?

Prabhupäda: Why not? Very good idea.

Rämeçvara: So that will be a special means of raising money for prasäda.
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: This idea will be very popular with the devotees.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. So now you can distribute...

Hari-çauri: Take prasäda... (indistinct) (break) (train stops)

Rämeçvara: That's the British propaganda, that they came to India and made India more civilized.

Prabhupäda: This is civilization, that running, congested, hanging on. These rascals...

Rämeçvara: Their famous phrase was "The white man's burden."

Prabhupäda: Unless they made such propaganda, how they could stay? They must give some plea that "I am staying for their benefit." That was the propaganda all through. And any Indian who would agree to say in the League of Nations and when there is conference, "Yes, we are so much benefited," he would be made secretary, governor. The flatterer, he would be made governor.

Rämeçvara: So they kicked the British out, but they still have the British system.

Prabhupäda: They have learned this. They have been accustomed... And by nature they are not, I mean to say, dovetailed to this system of life.

Hari-çauri: Somehow or another, they just can't do it. They can't live like that.

Prabhupäda: And now we are going to Kumbha Mela, a religious assemble. In the Western countries you don't find so much.

Rämeçvara: No. In the 1960's in America they tried to have such assemblies, but they simply were becoming naked and having drugs--LSD, marijuana--in the name of spiritual festival. I remember very prominent festivals in America, but everyone was simply naked. They thought that was spiritual.

Prabhupäda: Naked? Fully naked?

Rämeçvara: Yes.

Hari-çauri: They would hold the festivals sometimes in the hills with a stream. It was very popular; everybody would go to the stream and bathe naked. And then the TV would come and film. There was one big one that they had in England, and the front pages on all the newspapers was one hippie couple that... Someone had spread some foam everywhere, and in the middle of the foam this hippie couple were naked having sex, and they put the picture in all the papers. This was love and peace.

Prabhupäda: I have seen John...

Hari-çauri: John Lennon.

Prabhupäda: ...naked.

Rämeçvara: Naked. With his wife.

Prabhupäda: That picture is in his sitting room. I was talking with him in his sitting room, and fireplace and... Of course, that Chandler Place(?), a very big and glorious picture.

Hari-çauri: Cats and dogs.

Rämeçvara: That's changed. America has given that up a little bit. They do not have these big gatherings anymore. The hippie movement in America is stopped.

Prabhupäda: What is the next movement?

Hari-çauri: Hare Kåñëa. (laughs)

Rämeçvara: Hare Kåñëa. They're just waiting now. They are waiting for something to happen.

Hari-çauri: All these religious, what they call the religious cults, came immediately after the hippies. That's the big thing now. There was the growth period for those. Now they're trying to destroy them. Of course, they won't destroy us, but they've succeeded in one or two other groups. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...below one person.(?) In the name of religious men, because they are not civilized even, it is further, further. This is going on. Actually there was no such...

Rämeçvara: And another thing that came out of the hippie movement is this abortion. Because the whole thing... The slogan was "free sex." So now they have free sex.

Hari-çauri: Women's liberation was another thing.

Rämeçvara: All based on sex. Abortion, divorce--everything related to sex has increased.

Hari-çauri: They used to carry signs, "I want the control of my body," the women, the women's liberation.

Prabhupäda: That is woman's liberation.

Hari-çauri: Yeah. "I can do with my body whatever I like. Nobody can tell me what to do. If I want to kill my child, I can kill." (break)

Prabhupäda: The child has father's..., the life from father's property, and the mother is only giving you shelter. She is not the proprietor. Even in other's, womb of other's wife, a child is born... I give birth to a child in other's wife, that is my child. Mother is considered the field, kñetra. But when I till the kñetra, field, the production is mine.
Prabhupäda: This idea. The land may be yours, but if I plow on it and produce food grains, that is mine. That is not yours. This is the... (break) 

Even in other's wife, if somebody begets child, the child belongs to the father. There are many instances. (break) Mat-präëa-näthas: "Still, you are My Lord." That is love. "My love is conditional. If you do to my liking, then I love you"--that is not love. That is not love; that is business. That business is going on under the name of love. A man and woman--"If you have got pocket filled up with money, I love you. If you have got beauty, then I love you." That is not love. That is lust! They do not know what is love.[ ]

Rämeçvara: I was just telling Jagadéça that you said you were confident that the Indian government understands that this movement is turning the whole world towards Indian culture. So it seems logical that one day it will endorse us.

Prabhupäda: They are endorsing. They stopped cow-killing.

Rämeçvara: They are endorsing?

Prabhupäda: They have stopped cow-killing.

Rämeçvara: They stopped cow-killing. Prabhupäda said that it is directly our movement...

Prabhupäda: It is not Vinobha Bhave. It is I. And they are silent. Even Gandhi did not care to stop. Now stopped.

Rämeçvara: They have stopped it because they see we are getting so much support?

Prabhupäda: Certainly. (pause) (aside:) No, no. One skinned. (pause) So you have all answers?

Rämeçvara: Many answers. You have all the answers.

Prabhupäda: No. Therefore I am speaking you how to answer. (long pause)

So much land lying vacant. Yajïäd bhavanti parjanyaù. There is no yajïa. Therefore there is no rain. (break) ...and it will increase. Because the people will increase their godlessness, so the rainfall will stop. Now lick up your motorcar. This is going on. Anavåñöya durbhikña dära-péòitaù. One side, anavåñöi, there is no food grain, and government taxation. People will be so harassed, they will leave their hearth and home (ED: and Society) and go to the forest. Cannot manage. (break) [ ]

Jagadéça: And honest men don't like to associate with thieves and criminals.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is natural. We are not interested even with these daily newspapers. We are interested Bhagavad-gétä. We don't keep any news. We know the dogs are barking. That's all. But that does not mean we have to mix with the dogs.

Jagadéça: If you know that someone is committing criminal activities, then if you associate with them, you'll also become implicated.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Saìgät saïjäyate kämaù.[ ]
Jagadéça: In the Kåñëa book you describe that the only person who can't understand Kåñëa consciousness is the killer of the cow.

[Editor’s Note: or one who supports it as one of the conspirators defined in the Manu Samhita as buying their milk products and complicitly giving permission for their slaughter.

NOWHERE have we found even a hint that His Divine Grace has conceded to the idea that unprotected cows “benefit” by the offering of their milk to the Lord. That smacks of committing sin on the strength of the holy name. Rather, throughout his teachings we hear that to not give protection is a most heinous sin. His initial concession in the early phase of the Movement was meant to bring us to the next stage of taking responsibility for their protection through appreciation of their benefits in so many ways, especially for their milk. This can only be successfully achieved and organized initially through the cooperative livelihoods of varnasrama, where all the four varnas are subsisting exclusively on the vaisya’s production from the community land on the basis of cow (bull) protection either through charity, tax, or labour.

Although we find earlier references to selling or trading off surplus outside or starting restaurants with the surplus in the form of ghee perhaps to encourage an entrepreneurial spririt, we find that minimized or not supported in later references where he concentrates more exclusively on instructing us to be simply satisfied with (subsisting without ANY waste on) whatever production we make and if by God’s grace there is an excess then either stock it for later consumption or distribute it as prasadam to make friends (devotees).

The emphasis is that of being self sufficient and saving time for chanting rather than exploiting the cows, bulls and other devotees’ service to make money to support a wasteful, less than ideal lifestyle, which is a current scenario in some situations at the moment.

Ultimately, the higher purpose of the varnasrama farms is to help develop our intense love of Krishna.

That can be achieved by offering Him through farm produce the loving service of ALL the devotees (cows, bulls, trees, birds, flowers, grass, worms and insects etc. of the dhama and keeping the tongue chaste and pure by exclusively accepting those remnants in the principle of loving exchange and saving time for developing our love by chanting, reading etc.

One must also try to minimize the violence committed in the production of these bare necessities  (by avoiding everything artificial such as the use of machinery, inputs, overproduction, transport, unnecessary trade etc), and offering them in sacrifice and chanting the holy name.

The more we give up sinful life (yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà: BG 7.28) in all its implications, the more we become fixed in devotional service (and not  fall down)

It could be argued that it is mercy to offer to the Deities bhoga etc. from outside sources for the living entities’ benefit and that such is what was established in the beginning for city temples (BG 9.27 yat karoñi yad açnäsi). The difficulty is that the violence and sin of the modern lifestyle and production is so unnecessarily excessive and wholesaledly destructive individually, collectively and within the living environment that it is actually far more merciful to all concerned to exhibit the ideal system as authorized and recommended by the Lord Himself and His immediate representative Srila Prabhupada by showing the proper example how to live without excessive violence to other living entities, help alleviate the world situation, bring peace, save people from going to hell (and as he finally, in a rare moment, explicitly revealed the very real possibility for ourselves as well).

(Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu instructed Sanatana Goswami: “Neither by mind nor words should the devotee cause anxiety to any living entity, regardless how insignificant he may be.”

Manu Samhita describes the responsibility of the householder is such that even the hearth, grinding stone, mortar and pestle, broom and water pot are considered slaughterhouses and without proper performance of sacrifice sin is incurred in their daily use. Srila Prabhupada also commented that only by killing unconsciously a devotee acting under the order of superior authority may be forgiven; one has to pay for even killing an ant: vide the plight of the Manduka Muni piercing an ant as a boy!)

Besides, without practicing this aspect personally, preaching it will be ineffective.

Even further, His Divine Grace introduced this to save devotees from falling down, (beginning with his senior sannyasi disciples) and he emphasized that where was the question of saving anyone if we ourselves become washed away by maya.

Also, on the principle of yad yad acarati sresthas, it is wrong to complicitly accept the demonic system based on exploitation as permissible and thus promote it through the authority of Krishna Consciousness Movement.

At least one example must be initially developed in earnest to show an ideal to aspire for and the basis for successfully and effectively preaching about.

In fact, His Divine Grace, as not being one to be naive, opined on numerous occasions that there was a very real possibility the Movement could fail, deviate or collapse especially due to problems within.

Since the personality of Kali is primarily concerned that the purpose (“change of purpose NOT ALLOWED”) of the Movement does fail, dissipate, lose its purity or direction (and his existence depends on that), he is always on the lookout how to infiltrate the Movement and use the most effective means to destroy it from within.

His nefarious program began with the harassment with intention of killing a cow and bull, which is the primary means for destroying brahminical culture (as was also employed by demons such as Hiranyakashipu).

His program is founded on that and Srila Prabhupada was alert to eradicate any vestige or contamination of that activity, in any insidious form.

Figuratively, of course, we know the four legs of the bull represent the four principles of religion, (mercy, truthfulness, cleanliness and austerity) which are destroyed by the presence of the personality of Kali in the form of intoxication, gambling, illicit sex and slaughterhouses.

Up until Maharaja Pariksit the Vedic culture (i.e all the four varnas subsisting through cooperation on the vaisyas’ production through cow and bull protection) in the form of varnasrama dharma was preserved and he drove out any influence of Kali.

His Divine Grace has also unequivocally given his stand on the principles for his Movement, as every initiated disciple of his must be fully aware.

He intimated that he was prepared to excuse unpremeditated, unwilling and accidental falldowns (“Once, twice, thrice  fourth extricated”); the criteria for accidental being that the devotee desist and continue engaging in undeviating devotional service (BG 9.30 bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk).

He also refers to a struggling devotee being excused on the basis of his being dear to the Lord on account of his service and considering Him as his life and soul:

sva-päda-mülaà bhajataù priyasya tyaktäny abhävasya hariù pareçaù

vikarma yac cotpatitaà kathaïcid dhunoti sarvaà hådi sanniviñöaù (SB 11.5.42)

“The principle is that one should not willingly commit any sin in his life and should constantly remember the lotus feet of the Lord without deviation. Only in such a mood will the Lord help the devotee make regular progress toward the path of liberation and thus attain the lotus feet of the Lord. Even if there are accidental sins committed by the devotee, the Lord saves the surrendered soul from all sins, as confirmed in all scriptures” (SB 1.19.7 ppt)

He warned that any negligence on the part of the leaders of the Movement to allow these four sins to even get an individual foot in the door would be courting disaster.

When the guard is let down

(usually due to compromise by leaders desperate to accept and thus become dependant on “anyone’s” “service” in order to maintain an artificially increased infrastructure  at the expense of sincere devotees who would continue to serve as a service but who may disagree with what they consider a compromise and who are then replaced by hired sycophants chasing money etc. prepared to do the leaders’ bidding and who either themselves don’t follow the principles, don’t even fully understand  what they really are, don’t care if anyone else does or does not follow them, and then those who do follow are subsequently shown the door or give up their service thinking that it will be misused for another purpose: vide visa-“change of purpose NOT ALLOWED” 

and when it comes to the stage that the standard has become muddied through underestimation of its importance and a new paradigm has become acceptable to the majority, then the minority of faithful followers are forced out or leave in droves, it will require a very committed and dedicated management prepared to take the drastic step of paring back “proud flesh” to allow the healthy part to heal and grow again.

(“Don’t mind if anyone leaves. Keep our Movement pure. Let it be very pure.” etc.)

So the primary cause of this cancerous disease must be first dealt with as a priority or we can consider the Movement (organization as a unified whole, at least) beyond repair as a shelter of sincere souls, has degenerated into another society of cheaters and cheated, spoiled,  lost and even a vehicle for propagating the influence of Kali.

Aside from the above major footholds of the personality of Kali, there were other regulations and adjustments His Divine Grace wanted to introduce to further eradicate Kali’s “nefarious” influence.

Srila Prabhupada asserted that the most sinful activity is slaughter of the cow and bull.

He tirelessly protested the fact that after milking them they were sent to slaughter.

Circumstantially he initially acceded that we must drink that milk after offering it.

At one point he said that there was no question of (others’ giving) cows protection, WE will protect them and invite the butchers to freely collect the bodies for consumption after their natural death,  in the hope of acquiring leather in return for our mrdangas.

[He very seriously spoke of this on a number of occasions. This can be taken as evidence of depth of his concern to practically accommodate meateaters who were still “fond” of cow flesh in preference to killing and eating other insignificant animals so that they could avoid killing either.

Obviously Srila Prabhupada was concerned that we do not take the risk of our purchasing mrdangas from leather “knowingly”, “consciously”, “purposefully”, “premeditatedly”, “willingly” or otherwise, understanding that such leather came from slaughtered cows either for that purpose or otherwise. (Pardon the clumsy composition, but we hope one can get the gist.)]

He even spared, at considerable expense, some of his American disciples from “F.A.T.E.” (who also fashioned Deities) to stay in Kolkata and learn how to make mrdangas (even though there was a slaughterhouse there supplying leather to the industry) so that they could learn to utilize leather from the deceased cows from our farms .

We don’t hear of him commenting that the cows being slaughtered will benefit from their hides being used to help propagate the holy names of the Lord.

He also proscribed the use of leather shoes, commenting that they were “the product of violence” and not to be worn even if they were freely given.

He spoke on numerous occasions of the fifth class candalas in the Vedic system who would take these naturally deceased cows’ bodies and make 100% profit on making and selling shoes from that leather and who would sometimes eat that flesh.

Nobody, but NOBODY in Vedic  culture (Krsna conscious  culture) had ANY connection with the knowing or willful killing of cows FOR ANY REASON, including for leather, milk or otherwise, primarily or secondarily.

THAT was introduced by non-Vedic  foreigners  understood as hopelessly uncivilized. 

Some of the candalas would even sometimes fry live pigs outside of the village, but were still decent enough to not DARE contribute to the death of a cow.

Notably it is mentioned in Smrtis that sin is incurred for anyone who doesn’t help a cow in times of danger, and the different degrees of culpability incurred for various kinds of accidental deaths (Srila Prabhupada has referred to this reference) and the necessary atonements to avoid suffering horribly in the afterlife. (Parasara devotes the whole of Chapter Nine to this subject.)

Killing of cows is far more severe than any other form of animal slaughter done outside of sacrifice.

The minimum reaction for killing an animal (up to that of buffalo) in Vedic sacrifice before Goddess Kali is to take one birth as a similar type of animal and then be killed by the very same entity subsequently taking birth in a human body.

Srila Prabhupada mentions this as “very dangerous” as any discrepancy in the performance of the sacrificial offering will amount to actual murder as the animal will not be promoted to the human form of life. 

If that be the case then:

“All these animals are awaiting your death so that they can avenge the injuries you have inflicted upon them. After you die, they will angrily pierce your body with iron horns.” S.B.4.25.8 (Närada Muni to King Präcénabarhiñat)

Outside of this system of sacrifice, six conspirators are implicated in the “murder” (as animal flesh is not prescribed for humans) of the animal and share the reaction of a violent death for as many hairs on the back of that animal. (Manu Samhita v.5.38. trans. G Buhler)

For reference, Manu says there are three and a half crores (35 million) hairs on the human body.

The conspirators are given as: “He who gives permission, he who kills the animal (and helps), he who sells (and purchases) the slaughtered animal, he who cooks the animal, he who administers distribution of the foodstuff, and he who eats it.” (S.B.1.7.43 purport, S.B.4.25.8)

The translationof S.B.1.7.43 is in reference to the order of Lord Çré Kåñëa to execute Açvatthämä for killing the sleeping children of the Pandavas:

“A cruel and wretched person 
who maintains his existence 

 at the cost of others'  LIVES
deserves to be killed for his own well-being, otherwise 

he will go down by his own actions.” (S.B.1.7.37)

BUT His Divine Grace’s gives a purport in reference to conspirators in the killing of COWS!!!

The following statement is given by the Lord Himself in His most magnanimous incarnation:

“Cow-killers are condemned to rot in hellish life for as many thousands of years as there are hairs on the body of the cow.”   [Çré Caitanya-caritämåta: Ädi-lélä 17.166)]

Are there conspirators in the killing of cows for milk?

Dairy cows are not primarily raised for meat. That is merely an afterthought. In fact, some farmers find it not worthwhile to sell the male calves born as a cosequence of cows’ lactations and simply take them up the back, shoot them in the head and dump them in a big hole.

(Previously, during the “cream and bacon” dairying era, sometimes live calves were thrown into the boiling vat for pig feed.)

One devotee mataji was getting milk from a local dairy when, out of the blue, the farmer picked up a hammer (obviously there for the purpose) and smashed a bobby calf in the head in front of its mother to kill it (another common method of disposal).

“Sorry, I was meaning to do it but never got around to it.”

The Mataji vowed never went back there for milk. WHO would? (She now has her own cow, protected or not.)

In early 2001 we spent some time in Juhu Mumbai Mandir (courtesy of Sriman Bhima Prabhu) working on the document Make Vrndavana.

After having practised self sufficiency (food wise at least) we were reluctant to consume milk from unprotected cows. (Of course at Mumbai we were all eating “opulent” Temple prasadam laced with you know what from you know where: out of sight, out of mind)

Hot milk was served every evening in the brahmacari asram, and as we had suspected some health issues (arthritis etc) as being due to a lack of milk, we ventured to take some, thinking  “It’s India. Should be o.k.”.

During occasional conversations with devotees over time we brought up the concern that was plaguing our conscience: “what happens to the (bull) calves born to those lactating cows, as what would be the demand for them in a city like Mumbai?”

Sure enough, our fears were well founded.

A devotee provided the answer according to his personal observation.

The calves are lined up, heads tied down low to rocks on the beach at low tide...

The reality  is that practically every cow and bull in any commercial dairy is killed, either (“illegally”) as new-born boby calves at day one without even getting any mother’s milk; as cows after their milk production drops below the  farmer’s arbitrary level of economic worth i.e. say, 17 liters per day (beginning anytime, but often starting after four yearly lactations); when a cow is ill, incapacitated and not worth the expense, time or effort to nurse her back to health; or as the rare favourite pet permitted the  dubious luxury of living until helpless and subsequently a candidate for the final act of “mercy”.

The rationale that cows are reared for meat consumption and that the milk is an unconnected byproduct of that activity is simply a duplicitous fantasy. It is a butcher

industry based upon our contribution for their milk.

There is no such thing as karma free milk, just as there is no such thing as karma free unnecessary grains.

Karma is not “paid for” when something is bought. Certain articles traded or exchanged for in the Vedic system of varnasrama are considered pure and offerable.

Some things are not.

Trading or consuming on the basis of cow slaughter is one of them.

It never existed in Vedic culture, even in “Indian” culture.

“But in the Kali-yuga, the calves are separated from the cows as early as possible for 

purposes which may not be mentioned in these pages of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 

The cow stands with tears in her eyes, the çüdra milkman draws milk from the cow artificially, and when there is no milk the cow is sent to be slaughtered. These greatly sinful acts are responsible for all the troubles in present society”. (SB 1.17.3)
Is the milk produced as a result of “these greatly SINFUL acts” an acceptable offering?

Is it offered  with  love  and devotion?

Is the Lord pleased with such a sacrifice?

Who will offer it? 
Does the Lord actually accept and eat it?

Could it be that this is responsible for ALL the troubles in our present Society?

We find the following references  in the conversations of His Divine Grace:

Morning Walk  June 29, 1974, Melbourne 
Sinful life cannot help. Vinä paçughnät. That is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that "One who is killer of animal, he cannot understand the spiritual science." Vinä paçughnät. This is the statement. Paçughna means the animal killer. Therefore the first prohibition is stop this (Ed: involvement in) animal killing. Otherwise, this dull brain will not be able to understand. They are not fit for understanding. Müòha, müòha. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù. Duñkåtina means always engaged in sinful activities. [ ]                                                                  

They are thinking that "We are not going to slaughterhouse to kill. They kill; we purchase." (Ed: in our case, the milk products) The Buddhist says like that. Everyone says like that. Therefore, according to Vedic scripture, those animal-eaters (Ed: AND more honestly, consumers of milk products from unprotected cows), they should kill them personally (Ed: or at least be present there to chant the holy name and look in their eyes and feel ashamed) so that they can see how much suffering is there, so he will stop. But now the things are being done in the slaughterhouse. They  do not see. They purchase very nicely packed (Ed: with pictures of “happy” cows on the milk cartons, sour cream and ghee buckets). They do not know. (Ed: ignorance is no excuse, but KNOWINGLY is INEXCUSABLE). And they are becoming implicated. Therefore, according to Vedic injunction, if you want to eat meat, you kill yourself in your front, in the front of goddess Kälé. So that the animal will get next life as human being. He is promoted immediately. He hasn't got to go to the evolutionary process. He gets immediately. And it is given right that "After you get human form of (life), you can kill this person." You see? This is the process of bali-däna, mantra and everything. (Break) ...regulation that... that is NOT COW. An insignificant animal, goat...  (end)               

Except this, everything which is going on in the name of religion, that is cheating. Everyone is misinterpret... Just like Christians, they have misinterpreted: "Kill means murder. It is meant for man."
That means they are making their own lusty desires fulfilled in the name of Bible, that's all. (Ed: AND in Srila Prabhupada)

Everyone is doing like that. They are changing. Mass opinion is now homosex. They are passing abortion. They are passing... What is this? This is their business. For fulfillment of their lusty desires and greediness, they are bringing the authority of Bible,Bhagavad-gétä. (Ed: i.e killing cows for milk products is o.k. so long as someone else does it for us.)
This is going on in the name of religion. [ ]

Therefore Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, "You rascal, give up everything. Surrender unto Me. And surrender unto Me. Follow My instruction  as I have given. (Ed: as Srila Prabhupada finally prescribed for US  for our present stage) Then  you  are safe." But that they will not do. They will try to cheat Kåñëa by interpretation, "This means this. This means that." That they will do, these rascals, big, big rascals. Kåñëa says something, and they will misinterpret.  Morning Walk May 11, 1975, Perth                                                      
Keep reading.

The “special dispensation”, “cows will benefit” and all such backward thinking excuses innocently or ignorantly trotted out in defence of our luxurious lifestyle at the expense of cow and bull slaughter in the name of Krishna, confident that our doormat guru will continue to wipe our slate clean of karma should soon be dispensed with if we actually want to save ourselves.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Animal. Why cow? Any animal. (Ed: “WHAT to speak of COW”)

nivåtta-tarñair upagéyamänäd bhavauñadhäc chrotra-mano 'bhirämät
ka uttamaçloka-guëänuvädät pumän virajyeta vinä paçughnät
Unless one is animal-killer, everyone welcomes God. This very word is used, vinä paçughnät. Excepting these persons who are animal killers (Ed: ALL conspirators ?), everyone will welcome Kåñëa. 

It is so nasty thing, animal-killing. 

So you require thoroughly to be washed. Then you'll understand. Actually it is brainwashing. Civilized man, in the presence of so many nice grains, fruits, flowers, vegetables, milk, so many things, and you are eating meat like the man in the jungle? Are you civilized? Does it mean that the fruit, flowers and grains is meant for animals? It is meant for human beings. You do not know how to utilize it. You are in the state of the animals. You kill animals and eat. You are such a fool that you are running in to obstruct Kåñëa consciousness, which is... Even the demigods, they aspire after it. You are such a fool. You are rushing in. So we take pity upon you, and therefore we are trying to expand Kåñëa consciousness. But be sane; don't talk insanity. (break) [ ]
Prabhupäda: Well, physical, mental... That's right. You are so intelligent that you make distinction between physical and mental. They're all manifestation(?). You are so intelligent. Without mental, is there any physical? Then why you engage psychologist? There may be physical madman. Why you take him at psychologist? Why? Now you're discriminating mental and physical. If mental has nothing to do with physical, then why you employ psychologist to cure a madman from physical violence? You are so fool. Without mental pain, there is no physical pain. Without mental derangement, there is no physical disturbance. Who commits suicide? Who commits murder unless he's mentally deranged? You are very intelligent, that you want to make differentiation between physical and mental. There is differentiation. But cure physically.(?) Naturally they'll become sound. Otherwise why so many psychologists, psychiatrists, are employed in your country?

Rämeçvara: It is a booming business, big business.

Prabhupäda: Our business is sai vai manaù kåñëa-padäravindayoù. First of all is mentality. Man-manä mad-bhakto. Mental cure, then physically devotee. "Always think of Me." This is the cure, Kåñëa consciousness. 

Kåñëa says, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto. Beginning: always think of Kåñëa. 

This is the treatment. It is proved. 

Mentally he'll be cured. And then physically after. Nice (indistinct). They do not know how things are happening. (japa) 

Thinking, feeling, willing. First of all thinking, then feeling, then willing, then working. [ ]

Prabhupäda: ...and spending for military strength.

They are not performing yajïa, so how there will be rainfall?
There will be warfare, devastation.
Most rubbish civilization, modern misleading, soul-killing.

So we should not be anxious whether the things are sold or not. But we must do our best canvassing work: "Please take it." That is our duty. Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa... (break)

Prabhupäda: You cannot expect everyone to be brahminical qualification. 

We are neither brähmaëa nor... 

We do not belong to any sect, but Kåñëa's satisfaction, we can do anything... 

Just like Nanda Mahäräja was agriculturist. 

So that does not mean he (sic) was a Vaiñëava. 

But professionally, externally, he looked like a vaiçya.

Prabhupäda: These are weapons. That was the only endeavor, 

how legally  he could occupy  the bricks and stones of Gauòéya Math. 

That's all. He had no  other ambition. How to push on Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission, how to push on Guru Mahäräja's... He had no such. 

It was simply show. 

But real purpose was how to occupy, how to take the whole property. 

Business.

Rämeçvara: And none of the other Godbrothers had strong preaching spirits.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They also, when they saw that 

"This man is legally taking everything.

No spirit of pushing on.

Rämeçvara: Even by your example they have not learned anything.

What he'll do?" (laughs) That was their impression. But I never neglected. Guru Mahäräja told me. I was simply thinking, "How to do it? How to do it?" I thought, "Let me become a rich businessman. The money will be required." That was my thought. But Guru Mahäräja was asking me, "You give up this. I'll give you money." That I could not understand. 

I was planning. 

My plan was not wrong. 

But I was thinking "The money required, so let me earn some money. Then I shall begin." 

And Guru Mahäräja said, "You give up this money-earning endeavor. 

You come completely. I'll give you money." 

I can understand now. 

But my desire was there. Therefore he guided me. 

So I was... In 1936 or '35 in Bombay, after installation of Deity, so--I was gåhastha--I helped them to collect some money. All my Godbrothers applauded and recommended to Guru Mahäräja that "Abhay Babu is so influential. Why he lives outside the temple? He can become the temple commander and manage this Bombay temple. Why he is living outside?" Mean "Guru Mahäräja may ask him." So I was... From this Allahabad I was going to Bombay. I had one small office there. So after hearing, he said, "It is better that he is living little away from your Matha. And when time will rise, he'll do everything. He hasn't got to be advised." I could not understand why he said like that. That means he was so kind that he expected that I shall do something. That was my asset, his blessing. And I was thinking that "His, this mission must be done very nicely." Although I was not capable to do anything, I was thinking like that. So desire was there and maybe blessing was there. Yes. There was no question of qualification.

Rämeçvara: But still, after ten years the Gauòéya Math still has not learned.

Prabhupäda: Hm? They cannot. They... 

Those who are intelligent, they are making something, Çrédhara Mahäräja and others. 

But this man was envious, (name withheld) because... He advertised that he is the only favorite student of Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté. (laughs) But spiritually he was empty. 

Materially he was capable, how to manage things. 

But spiritually he was zero. 


That Prabhupäda also knew and everyone knows. He had no spiritual understanding. Materially he helped Guru Mahäräja how to organize. Therefore he liked him, that "This man is expert manager."

Room Conversation        January 20, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Prabhupäda: So I shall speak in the evening. [break] Kåñëa has give so many nice preparations. 

From milk... Therefore cow protection is very essential. [break] Go-rakñya väëijyam. Go-rakñya. 

Because from cow's milk we can get all vitamins, protein. 

That... These people, they are eating the flesh of cow, these Western people. 

But they do not know how to utilize milk. Now they are learning. We have opened many farms. [ ]

And by the grace of Kåñëa, hari-näme uddharilo-hari-näma is so powerful that everyone can be delivered, especially in this age. 

And so far one's profession is concerned, Kåñëa said that even in fire, so pure, there is some smoke. So because there is smoke, you cannot give up the fire. You have to utilize it. So in this material world there is always some faulty things in every profession.

Prabhupäda: There is no needs of science.

Nobody can check. That's a fact.

That is king. 

He's not doing anything whimsically.

And the first-class man should be first-class.

Then second-class man, executive, kñatriyas, they will  force: "You must do it!"
And then the third class, they should produce
(ED: NOT just make and waste  money  buying food what to speak of anything else)

and carry out the order of the second class, king. And fourth class, they cannot do anything. Let them serve everyone, that's all, çüdras. They have no intelligence.

But everyone is important, 

COOPERATIVELY. 

(Ed: subsistence on foodstuffs earned by performance of the four prescribed duties  i.e. agriculture, cow protection and barter; charity of food for knowledge; tax of food for protection; regular meals or labor/other necessities for food.)
This is Society.
You require also legs; you require also heads. 

Simply heads will not help you. 

Head will give instruction, "Leg, please walk in this way." That's all, legs will move. He carries me. 

"Hands, give me protection." 

Immediately, "Yes!" A bad somebody(?) "Come on." Yes. Coming. 

"Belly, (ED: bonafide Vaisya) 

you produce food, sufficient, (Ed: means SELF  sufficient in food and MILK)

so that the legs, hands and brain, 

everyone will be provided with sufficient..." 

(ED: EVERYONE is subsisting on the produce of PROTECTED cows and bulls, either by assisting as sudra, taxing as ksatriya or charity by teaching as brahmana)

THIS  WAY.

THIS is Society.

All third-class, fourth-class men, simply going to the factory, 

and THEY are making laws. This is... What is called?

Chaos. 

CHAOTIC Society,

 NO BRAIN.
Hari-çauri: Pandemonium.

Prabhupäda: Pandemonium, yes. 

THIS has to be reformed.
You cannot avoid
these classes working under 
the superior instruction of brahminical culture.
Then everything...

THIS life successful NEXT LIFE is back to home, back to Godhead.
That is civilization, NO SPECULATION.

The formula is already there:

Bhagavad-gétä  is  the guidance, A S  IT  I  S.
"Be happy here, and next life hope. Why you are disappointed?
Take this way

Challenge them, "What do you know about the value of life? Your brain must be washed to clear out all the dirty things." Our duty is that. Just like a patient does not know how he will be cured, but the surgeon--"Operation. Clear out these pusses." He may protest, "Oh, you are clearing out my pusses!" But "Yes! It is my business. Clear out the pusses. Then you will be relieved--by force." But he can protest, "Oh, you are clearing out my pusses!" "Pusses, what for you...? Pusses is not to be maintained. It has to be cleared out." This is para upakära, doing good to others. And the patient will protest, "Oh, this rascal doctor, killing me, killing me, killing me!" "Yes, I am not killing you. I am saving you. You go on accusing me any way, but I must do my duty." This is the point. "Yes, we are washing brain," exactly like the experienced surgeon. He doesn't make any compromise. "Oh, you are suffering from the boil. There is pus. All right, you don't like operation?" Will that cure? ""No, fool! Come one. Bring knife. Cut it. Press. Now?" "Oh, I am so relieved! You are God. You are God." Then he will see. That is our duty: purge out all pusses accumulated due to infection, material infection. This is our duty. We cannot make any compromise. When the pusses are to be purged out, we cannot take your advice, that "Just blow some air from the mouth or some fan. It will be cured." No, it will not be. Take surgical operation. That is only way. Purge out. "No this! No this! No this! No meat-eating, no..." This is purging.

Rämeçvara: Thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (end)
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Prabhupäda: ...port an worldwide movement. 

Very cautiously, very intelligently, 

we should use 

 HYPERLINK  \l "afterALL" 
 our  resources, intelligence. 

(Ed: “ksatriyas”“brahmanas”“vaisyas” “sudras”?)

This is a worldwide movement. 

And feeling our pressure. There is obstruction, therefore. And it is genuine. There is no doubt about it. No doubt about it.

Why not Caitanya Mahäprabhu?" That was my confi... Otherwise I never expected that I shall be able to write so many books and it will be so much appreciated. It is wonderful appreciation. Is it not?

Rämeçvara: Oh, yes.

Hari-çauri: Yes.

Prabhupäda: I never expected. I thought that "Who will hear me if I say all this nonsense to them?" To them it is nonsense. Therefore they say "brainwash." They cannot appreciate.

Hari-çauri: There's never been such appreciation of one author's work before. It's just amazing.

Rämeçvara: Even our own men are taking our mission more seriously now that these appreciations have come. They are understanding more how this is the only hope for the whole world, very grave work.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That's a fact. That's a fact. Lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sät... Find out this verse. We are giving a light which was unknown in the world. That's a fact. Lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata... Anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje. 

This is the secret of making the world happy.  Anärtha.

People are suffering by their CONCOCTED CULTURE, suffering. 

And Guru Mahäräja wanted  this. 

Actually it is his mission, 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. 

But I am... I have tried sincerely. I am not qualified, but only qualification is that I tried to do the best. That's all, that much qualification. 

I had  faith  in their program, 

and I thought, "I shall try my best, whatever capacity I have got." That's all. Yasya deve parä bhaktir tathä deve tathä gurau. Little confident that "Why?

By the mercy of guru it is possible. 

So these are not stories. 

They are fact. That is spiritual life. All right.

Rämeçvara: Jaya Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: (break) ...changing. The prescription is there, but I am trying my humble way to present it. That's all. I have no power. 

But the, the order is there. 

Anarthopaçamaà säkñäd. 

And people do not know it. 

Therefore this Bhägavata is presented. 

Now give it to the people. (Ed: by living and showing the practical application of it)

Our credit should be that we are giving the statement of 

Bhägavatam, Bhagavad-gétä, as it is. 

That's all. No adulteration, interpretation. 

It has been medicine. Medicine is there already. It is not that I have manufactured the medicine. But we are administering in the proper way. Therefore it is becoming... We cannot make any medicine. Medicine is already there. But we don't make any adulteration. As it is, we are administering, and therefore it is coming out nice. [ ]

Rämeçvara: There was one question I had, Çréla Prabhupäda. You have written in the Third Volume of the First Canto different instructions for the age of Kali, how there'll be compulsory marriage and so on and so on. And you mentioned about the gold standard, that this is very bad, this artificial standard of monetary exchange.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. It is very bad.

Rämeçvara: In the future this is something that we should try to correct.

Prabhupäda: You should introduce coin, real money.

Hari-çauri: Real gold coins. No paper.

Prabhupäda: Anyone has got money... It is fact. And what is this nonsense, keeping some paper and thinking he has got money? How cheating it is going on, from government's side. And therefore artificial inflation. You can print, so the price is increased. Because you haven't got to pay him real money, you print and pay him, and he will ask, "Give me this money. Then I'll supply." "All right, take." You print and pay.

Rämeçvara: It's definitely a means that the government has for controlling. Because they can withdraw money, pull it back out of circulation by increasing the interest the banks give, or they can get more money in...

Prabhupäda: Anything done artificially.
Rämeçvara: They control the amount of interest on loans. It's all standardized from what they call the Federal Reserve system. This was introduced during the Depression by the bankers.

Prabhupäda: Whatever they do, 

when you receive money in the paper it has no value. 

Bad money. It is bad money. It is not good money.

Rämeçvara: Actually most purchasing in America is done on credit now. Even a step beyond paper money is credit, no money, buying on no money, loans.

Prabhupäda: That is in India also.

Rämeçvara: We don't find these things in Vedic culture too much.

Prabhupäda: There was never paper money.
Hari-çauri: No. They used to...

Prabhupäda: That barter system. 

You have got rice; I have got something else. 

So I give you something; you give me something.
Hari-çauri: But isn't inflation possible even with coins? Even if you have gold coins, isn't inflation still possible?

Prabhupäda: No, gold is acceptable by everyone.

Rämeçvara: The main point is the barter system.

Hari-çauri: Yes, well its value is recognized by its purchasing power.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: So you can alter... Say, you have one gold coin. You can alter what it...

Prabhupäda: No. If you introduce real metal coin, then there will be no inflation.

Hari-çauri: There's only a certain amount of metal.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. The exchange... The more demand, more price. So suppose here is a spectacle. I am demanding ten rupees. So both of you are customer, and you are asking for this spectacle. Then I am increasing my price. So if you can pay me by printing paper, you'll accept (Ed: prepared to pay a higher price) any price. That means artificially price is increased. Is it not?

Rämeçvara: Yes.

Hari-çauri: So the idea is that with coins the man who has the goods, he can't...

Prabhupäda: Therefore... Suppose he has got ten coins; you have got ten coins. I am wanting fifteen coins. So there will be no competition. I have to accept either from you or you, ten coins.

Hari-çauri: Right. Because there's only that much money.

Prabhupäda: But if I increase price and if you print... If you have got power to print, "All right. Take fifteen coins, er, fifteen rupees." But you print and pay me. But if the gold, the coin, is there, you cannot increase on that.

Hari-çauri: He can't increase the price of the product, and the man who got..., 'cause there's only a certain amount of money there.

Prabhupäda: But I can increase the price provided you pay me. But by printing, it is easier. But if you have to collect coins, that will be difficult, so there will be no artificial increase of...

Hari-çauri: Yes. Coins is a check...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...on charging too much.

Prabhupäda: That is wanted. And these rascals, they are artificially printing paper as money. And I am a rascal; I'm demanding more because I have got customer.

[Ed: the previous discussion (as well as the others of the same date; same recipients) was about the solution to inflation (of money), but Srila Prabhupada loses interest, changes the subject, focuses on HIS purpose and desire and delivers the PERFECT, COMPLETE, PRACTICAL, PERMANENT and ONLY solution:-]

Rämeçvara: The difference between Vedic culture and..., the Kåñëa conscious culture and the modern culture is very, very dramatic, very big difference. So the transforming of society...
Prabhupäda: And besides that, if we concentrate in farm project  
there will be

no need of exchange,

because  I'll be satisfied  with my products. That's all.
There is no need of exchange.

Hari-çauri: Who needs it?

Prabhupäda: (laughs) So this artificial way of banking, that will be also collapsed.

Hari-çauri: This is revolutionary.

Rämeçvara: It's very hard for the mind to...

Prabhupäda: N O,  SIM  PLY  DO  TH IS.
Rämeçvara: Such a dramatic transformation of society.

Prabhu päda: Yes. Whatever it may be...

(Ed: Actually, THIS is the Movement)

Hari-çauri: But still, we're going out to attract people to come to our life-style. 

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Hari-çauri: We're still going out to attract people to come and live like us. (ED: like?)

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: Well, even more than that, we know that we have the secret to real life, so it's our duty to actually... Just like you say...

Prabhupäda: That is preaching. That is preaching.
Rämeçvara: ...the surgeon, he must cut.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: The doctor must...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: ...save the patient. It's his duty.

Prabhupäda: No artificial dealing. Purge out. 

Hari-çauri: When one actually has the power, he can do that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: So by our preaching now, we have to try and establish a Kåñëa consciousness government first through the democratic system.

Rämeçvara: You said, "Think in terms of the whole world, not just one nation. That is our preaching." So you are training us to think very big, global. (ED: begin locally)

Prabhupäda: W E  keep  the ideal style  of  life.
Y O U  LE A RN  AN D   D O  I T.

I am not encroaching upon your independence, b u t 
I F  YOU  WANT T O  B E  HAPPY,

you  follow.
This is our process:

Äpani äcäré prabhu jéveri çikñäya.
YOU  b e  happy, VERY IDEALLY,

and  people  will  learn.

But this can be possible only on the basis of Kåñëa consciousness.

If you make minus  Kåñëa consciousness this thing,

it will never be possible.
Then it will not be possible.

All these  scheme  will be successful if there is Kåñëa consciousness.
Hari-çauri: Only if the chanting and prasädam is there.

Prabhupäda: Prasädam, Deity worship, devotional life... Then it will be all right.

Hari-çauri: Yes. Gandhi could never implement his program.

Prabhupäda: Nobody can do. They simply... Even... What is that? Marx? He could not. There is no real attraction. Artificial, by force.

Here the real attraction   is Krsna.

So other thing he doesn't mind: "Let there be little 

 HYPERLINK  \l "thereisnoquestionofINCONVENIENCE" 
inconvenience. I don't mind."

Hari-çauri: A devotee is actually getting a higher taste. He's getting some real enjoyment, so he doesn't care for the other things.

Prabhupäda: So unless there is enjoyment he cannot stick.
[ED: he will return to the city, FALL DOWN and GO TO HELL – previous page(s)]

But that  enjoyment is Kåñëa.
Hari-çauri: Just that chanting is enough. It's just so much nectar.

Prabhupäda: No, everything—

Deity worship, chanting, kértana, preaching, publishing, distributing-- .

[ ]

Prabhupäda: Anything artificial, it will break. 

You cannot make a scheme of mental concoction. 

That will not endure. 

You take

HYPERLINK  \l "theSTANDARDIDEA"
 sta nd ard  it  will be  beneficial. (Ed: all the above conversation)
The whole 

 HYPERLINK  \l "thenttheWHOLEWORLDwillbe" 
world is in chaotic condition 

because they have so many artificial way of living. 

[Ed: NOTE  that His Divine Grace was prepared to sacrifice the Manager of the American based BBT (anyone who was privy to the Movement at that time knows what THAT means) and one of his most trusted confidants and expert financial managers for himself to “learn and do it”  “ if you want to be happy” and to ultimately “save yourself”.

Prabhus will be reminded of a previous ultimatum given to him by Srila Prabhupada (“impossible is a word in a fools dictionary”) to publish and print the entire seventeen volumes of Sri Caitanya Caritamrta in two months, which by Divine Grace and the collective sacrifice of devotees was delivered on time.

In June 6, 1976, Srila Prabhupada acknowledged Ramesvara Prabhu’s  suggestion to “introduce” ghee in America and the notion that one day taking prasadam in our restaurants and at Sunday feasts would become a national pastime.

He gave the idea and the blessings to go with it that if Ramesvara introduced Rathayatra in every city, he would capture the government and become the president! 

(Those in the know can testify to the grand hopes, expectations and confidence His Divine Grace had in the potency of the Movement, and how leaders of the world at the time were very concerned.)

HERE (seven months later) he has indicated that forget about trying save anyone, what to speak of the world (from going to hell); we had better save ourselves FIRST by producing “OUR milk”, food and cloth (elsewhere  shelter is mentioned as well).

In this way others will learn and follow. (yad yad acarati sreshtas)

THEN on the basis of Lord Chaitanya’s “acari siksaya” principle the ideal, practical, convenient example will automatically extend  worldwide on the basis of foodstuffs produced through cow protection supported by the scientific arrangement of direction, protection and assistance (cooperative subsistence through varnasrama).

THEN other ideas such as becoming the president and managing countries of the world could be successful on the basis of divine empowerment and complete irreproachability. (i.e no-one can call us hypocrites for consuming dairy cow slaughter products)

In other words, the plain and simple truth is that this Movement is going absolutely nowhere UNTIL we begin to support ourselves (individually and as a Movement but at least one cooperative community example to begin with) on the production from COW AND BULL PROTECTION i.e “OUR FOOD CLOTH AND MILK”

Let us very clearly understand this point.

We should not waste precious time trying to put the cart before the horse (or. again to be discussed and pardoning the pun, the bullock cart before agriculture with the bull).
Everything has a time frame and a sequence to reality.

Srila Prabhupada masterminded this movement and prepared the strategy.

We are only the lamebrained lackeys to follow.

HE is the one preaching and we are only helping...

IF we follow EXACTLY according to HIS plan progessively, STEP by STEP

THEN we can be an asset, not a liability (to the Movement and to ourselves).

Let us give an example.

In two letters of March 16, 1977 Srila Prabhupada suggested we could “introduce millions of these (travelling, preaching) bullock carts all over the world.” 

How would that practically come about? 

Should we ship containers of knocked down carts worldwide from India or China for assembly for immediate use to popularize and thus encourage protection of bullocks? (We did seriously think of it!)

However, both of these instructions were ultimately in relation to farm communities.

They were relative to farms as a home base for the bullocks to travel from.

Farms come FIRST, then the millions of bullock carts could eventuate.

When asked by Dhananjaya Prabhu in Rome May 27, 1974 whether we should start using bullock carts, the answer was 

“Yes. No. First of all you start the community project, as we have already started in New Vrindaban. Make this perfect.”

Then again we find further clarification in a letter to Balavanta Prabhu, January 3, 1977:

“Why artificial insemination? We should avoid that. The physiology is, if the semina is more, then comes bull. So, take more land and engage them in agriculture, plowing by the bulls instead of tractor. Bulls can be engaged in plowing and transporting. Nice bullock carts village to village for preaching. Make the farm the center and go ten miles this side, ten miles that side, ten miles this side, etc., with four bullock carts. Sell books and preach and live peacefully on the farm. People used to engage the bull for this purpose. So there was no problem which way to utilize them. First of all this artificial way should be stopped, and the bulls should be engaged in plowing and transporting, and smashing the grains. (Ed: threshing?)
To avoid machinery, petrol, machine oil, by nature's way.”

Now, some of us had dreamed of implementing this suggestion “millions of bullock carts”, with grandiose ideas of travelling far and wide preaching spectacularly.

After spending years with limited success and response, the reality finally dawned that actually agriculture comes first (krsi), then there is a need for bullock carts for trade (vaniyam), or for transporting the surplus (if need be).
. 

After all, what would we preach while travelling, that everyone get a bullock cart?

One devotee quipped that while travelling thousands of miles putting the bullocks through hell; “meanwhile back at the ranch” (farm) everyone drives around in cars!!!???

We need to understand all of Srila Prabhupada’s instructions in perspective.

One reason why the Movement made massive inroads was because of Srila Prabhupada’s ability to perfectly understand what would work, how, when and why. 

His  secret of success  was to just try to carry out  the order of his immediate 
predecessor.

In this way he was especially empowered to be successful because he understood exactly what what was needed and received the intelligence how to do it.

We all shared the credit by assisting him as he asked, with unprecedented results.

We did our duty, no matter how insignificant it seemed, but because the order was perfect and purely executed  the Movement was as powerful as the Supreme Lord.

But sometimes he would take a completely different tack, according to time, place and circumstance.

For instance, Madhudvisa Prabhu, when recently we discussed this point, explained that when he went to India in the early ’70’s, Srila Prabhupada had said that life membership progams were needed there rather than harinama sankirtana (which up until that point had been the major form of preaching/ engagement everywhere).

Although Srila Prabhupada gave us a strategy for success, which was undeniably proven at the time, sometimes he appeared to neglect or even contradict previous instructons.

This happened continually and was ongoing.

However just as a general fighting a war needs to constantly assess the situation and adjust accordingly, an acarya must practically apply the philosophy for the situation at hand.

Some instructions were inviolable; others, in order to be implemented, were temporarily or permanently superceded by more urgent and appropriate ones.

It was up to his disciples who received them there and then to understand it and immediately endeavour to carry it out.

Unimaginably at the time of personal presence of His Divine Grace, things have since not quite worked out as we had thought they would.

Can we be broadminded enough to reassess and see if something important was missed which may have fell on deaf ears at the time but perhaps lies concealed in the pages of his recorded conversations?
Here, Srila Prabhupada brings everything back into proper perspective in the above  conversation with perhaps his most competent manager at the time (along with similar ultimatums to other prominent leaders).
Whereas up until June 6, 1976, when the suggestion was made of becoming very popular by introducing ghee in America (ostensibly from the general American cows ultimately destined to slaughter); of a national pastime of taking prasadam (from the products of those cows) at the Sunday love feast or restaurants; of introducing Rathayatra in every city and ultimately capturing the government (by becoming popular with such festivals based on such prasadam prepared from unprotected cows); etc. etc...

i.e., to put it into perspective: from being the executive Manager of the American BBT powerhouse financing a Movement that was beating the brhat mrdanga worldwide in every street; a prospective president of USA…. 

…to living a community life of simple existence, subsisting on food and MILK produced locally???

Why such a dramatic change in direction?

What could possibly have been so important to have caused such a momentious shift in Srila Prabhupada’s outlook?

A point,  until  addressed, might render the WHOLE strategy up to date perhaps no longer immediately effective, successful or relevant for the current circumstances?

A consideration or realization building up over time perhaps but finally precipitated by something extraordinary?

Something it appears that he heard between June 6, 1976 and the garden conversation of June 10, 1976 after which (besides one possible exception) such expansive ideas for spreading the movement were put on hold?

Then try here, here, here, here (Everyone is a butcher), here, here, here, here, here, here, here, here, here, for starters if we are not yet convinced that this wasn’t enough to weigh heavily on His Divine Grace’s thoughts for refocusing priorities.

Now let’s read on for more evidence so that we can to see how things start to change so we can adjust our own priorities to help “save ourselves” .

Bhagavad-gétä 7.1               Bhuvaneçvara, January 22, 1977
So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is trying to reestablish daiva-varëäçrama, 
where brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, everyone. Systematic. 
We are, therefore, proposing to start a college, varëäçrama college. It is proposed... We are trying so many things, but this is also one of the programs, that the people of the world, they should be educated according to the quality and work: brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. In the Viñëu Puräëa it is said when Caitanya Mahäprabhu inquired from Rämänanda Räya... Rämänanda Räya belonged to your province. So when there was talk between Caitanya Mahäprabhu and Rämänanda Räya, the first topic was "Where is the beginning of human society?" Rämänanda Räya replied, quoting from Viñëu Puräëa,

varëäçramäcäravatä

puruñeëa paraù pumän

viñëur ärädhyate panthä

nänyat tat-toña-käraëam

 [Cc. Madhya 8.58]

The human society is meant for not only inquiring Brahman but to worship Brahman, Para-brahman. That is human society. So there is necessity of the four classes. At the present moment they are trying to create classless society. That is chaotic society. That is not real society. That is not Vedic civilization. Vedic civilization means when there is classified society begins: brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, and sannyäsa. And without this classification, the whole society will remain in chaotic condition. Just like the comparison is given, mukha-bähüru. Just like in our body there is mouth, there is üru, there is leg, there is bähu. These divisions are required. Mukha means brähmaëa, bähu means kñatriya, and üru means the vaiçya, and päda means çüdra. The body can be maintained when four things are properly maintained. So these things are required, and they should be classified by quality and work. In this way we have to organize society. Then there will be no scarcity of real human being. Otherwise they will remain as animal.

So a systematic society means varëäçrama-dharma. 
But there is another way. That is another way. 
That is called transcendental society, or Vaiñëava society. 

As it is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavata,

kecit kevalayä bhaktyä

väsudeva-paräyaëäù

aghaà dhunvanti kärtsnyena

néhäram iva bhäskaraù
 [SB 6.1.15]

Simply by becoming devotees of Väsudeva, väsudeva-paräyaëa, everything can be adjusted. When Rämänanda Räya answered Caitanya Mahäprabhu about the systematic society of human being, Caitanya Mahäprabhu rejected. He said eho bähya äge kaha ära. So Çré Rämänanda Räya replied, quoting from other verses from çästra, karma-tyäga, sannyäsa. In this way, step by step. But when he said that sthäne sthitäù çruti-gatäà tanu-väì-manobhiù... When Rämänanda Räya said that "It doesn't require of any change. Simply if people giving up his own endeavor to understand what is God, what is life. Simply if he remains humbly and hears from the real authority, then by hearing only he can conquer Ajita." Ajita is Bhagavän.

Conversation During Massage        January 23, 1977, Bhuvaneçvara

Prabhupäda: Vaiçyas also. Çüdras also.

Satsvarüpa: You were saying that last night in your talk.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Everyone is required. 
But he must be  a  Vaisnava. That's all. 
Actually none of us belong to any group.

They are servant of Kåñëa,

AND  for Kåñëa's  sake
he can ACT  as a brähmaëa, as a kñatriya, as a vaiçya or a çüdra.
It doesn't matter.

It is all Kåñëa's service.

Just like he is giving massage. That does not mean he's a çüdra. This is actual çüdra's business, servant. 
But he's not a çüdra.
Similarly, we can ACT for Kåñëa in ANY position.

We do not belong to this material occupation or platform.

Sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate [Bg. 14.26].

THIS is to be dwelled on. (?) He's above all this nonsense. Brahma-bhüyäya means liberated. Jévan-mukta sa ucyate.

Jévan-mukta means
he may ACT in this life as a kñatriya, brähmaëa, çüdra.

It doesn't matter.

But he’s liberated.
He's not going to take birth again. 

Tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti [Bg. 4.9]. 
A çüdra cannot get that position.  

(Ed: Therefore(as indicated in the previous lecture) the daiva varnasrama dharma that Srila Prabhupada envisaged for Iskcon farming communities is that of a transcendental Society; a Society of Vaisnavas chanting minimum sixteen rounds, following the four regulative principles, cooperating in these four divisions as a service to subsist on what they produce for saving time to chant and develop their intense love for Krsna.) 
So  try to understand  our  philosophy thoroughly and distribute it.
Janma särthaka kari' kara paropakära. 

At least nobody can defeat our philosophy in the whole world. 

That position we have. [ ]

Rämeçvara: You have already defined violence as "Anything which does not save a man from repeated birth and death, that is violence."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Violence, I take it in this way, that you have got right to possess this.

If I do not allow you to possess, that is violent.

Somehow or other, I check it, and that is violence. [  ]
Rämeçvara: But it helps all the citizens if the devotees are ruling the kingdom.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. That is wanted. Therefore, if we become strong, we shall take over charge of government. It is not that we are entering into politics. We must! That is also one of the items of Kåñëa consciousness. People are misguided. Çoce tato vimukha-cetasaù. They are being induced to remain in ignorance. Therefore we want, make our plan. Çoce: "I am thinking very seriously HOW to save them." Prahläda Mahäräja says. That is Vaiñëava's business. Para-duùkha-duùkhi. "They are suffering." That is Vaiñëava, real Vaiñëava, not that "Now I am realized soul, sit down and..." That is also good, but better business is to think for others. That is stated in the Bhägavatam. Ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñu... [Bg 18.68], na ca tasmäd. If you want to be really very dear to Kåñëa, you must preach this philosophy vigorously, not that "I have got it. Who is going to take so much botheration? Let me sit down." Kåñëa... Who can be better devotee than Arjuna? And why did he... He was, rather, avoiding the botheration. Kåñëa said, "No. You must take the botheration." He chastised him, kutas tva kaçmalam idaà viñame. "Rascal, what is this? You must take. You have to take this botheration." On this principle, at the age of seventy years, I took all the botheration—"All right." The other friends were thinking that "This man is going to die, and he is going to preach." (laughing) They said like that. And "All right. I shall die, I shall die for Kåñëa's cause." So we have to face so many problems, botherations. That is natural. We should not be afraid of this.

Prabhupäda: 

Not that the kñatriyas were irresponsible, NO. 

They were taking

 HYPERLINK  \l "theywouldtakeINSTRUCTION" 
 guidance from the learned brähmaëas, saintly persons, 

and they were ruling over. (Ed: others, especially sudras)

Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira was doing that. Mahäräja Parékñit was doing that. Lord Rämacandra also.

Guest (2): During the present day, sir, to whom we will treat as brähmaëa, kñatriya and vaiçya and çüdra?

Prabhupäda: That I was explaining. According to the symptom.
Guest (1): Cätur-varnyam mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
Prabhupäda: So actual...

Mr. Pandiya: Bratim(?) eva tu käraëam.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Unfortunately, at the present moment there is no brähmaëas. Kalau çüdra-sambhaväù. [ ]

Prabhupäda: The brähmaëas were so learned at that time. Therefore brähmaëas were addressed as Pandita. Panditaji. Still they're addressed. Brähmaëas were addressed as Pandita, kñatriyas were addressed as Thakura, vaiçyas were addressed as Mahäjana, and çüdras were addressed as Chaudhuri. Yes, still. In northern India this is the etiquette.

Morning Walk                       January 24, 1977, Bhubaneswar                                                     

Prabhupäda: Gurukåpa Mahäräja, what is the benefit of this modern education?
Gurukåpa: No benefit. It makes them an ass.

Prabhupäda: Making them demons, that's all.

Gurukåpa: They become puffed-up, thinking they know something. They don't know anything.

Prabhupäda: Not only that, modern educated youths, 

they are not inclined to come to the farm. 

So they're giving up their own father's property, farm. 

They do not come back from city. 

The farmers' children go to cities for education, and after so-called education the rascals do not come. Here also and in your country also, America and... They want city life and enjoy restaurant and prostitute.

Satsvarüpa: There is a song, "How are you going to keep them on the farm after they've seen Paris?" They don't want to go back.

Prabhupäda: Ah. So much land sitting. Huge land is lying vacant, and they are complaining, "Orissa is poor. Please..." Why poor? Why don't you work? 

You must remain poor. 

You do not produce your food. Kuyoginaà kuçam upaiti lakñmiëé.(?) 

If you work hard, Lakñmé will come. 

Our institution is working so hard, all our devotees. 

Therefore we have no scarcity. 

We are not bäbäjés, taking a mala and smoking bidi. "I do not go beyond Våndävana." Rascal, loitering and associating with so many women, and they have become puffed-up, paramahaàsas, Rüpa Gosvämé, imitation Rüpa Gosvämé. Only a loincloth of Rüpa Gosvämé. No education, no book writing, no going out of Våndävana, begging. And therefore government's capturing them and giving this injection. What is that? Sterilization. Yes, just see. So many illegal children are born by these women. Bhajana. Bhajana kara. One bäbäjé has at least three women, four women. That's all.

Hari-çauri: Like monkeys.

Prabhupäda: Like monkeys, yes. Markaöa-vairägya. (break) And they are living very rich. 

And if you make big, big cities without industry, cities cannot be maintained. 

You'll require so many instruments, machine. That means you require (indistinct). 

If you require food, there is no need of industry.

Satsvarüpa: I remember in school seeing films of India, and they would say, 

"This is very backward. They're living as they used to live hundreds of years ago by 

using the ox and the plow."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now we have, hundred years after, 

we have learned how to kill the ox and bulls.
That is your advancement. 

And kill your own children also. Rascal civilization. They say  "primitive." I was talking with a priest in Australia. So he said, "This civilization you are suggesting, this is primitive." Do they call it primitive?

Satsvarüpa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: And what is the wrong with the primitive?
Satsvarüpa: They think it's shocking that the way they used to live hundreds of years ago, they're still living. But in America...

Prabhupäda: So what improvement you have done, rascal?

Satsvarüpa: Motorcars, roads, buildings.

Prabhupäda: So what is benefit of motorcar?
Satsvarüpa: No benefit.

Prabhupäda: Motorcar benefit means 
you have to start big, big industries and neglect farming.
Gurukåpa: In America they can say, "We have enough food. We have no shortage."

Prabhupäda: We are not thinking "We have." 

We are thinking how the human society is having.

Satsvarüpa: Well, they say "Let everyone help himself. We're taking care of ourselves."

Prabhupäda: But why not you? What is your humanity?

Gurukåpa: So they say, "We work hard, and then they, they sit back."

Prabhupäda: So why do you make...? Who...? Who do you mean by "we"? 

It is, everything, belonging to Kåñëa. 
You have plundered Kåñëa's property. 

You won't allow others to come in. 

The Chinese, the Indians, they are congested. Why? What do you mean by "we"? It is your father's property? You have stolen Kåñëa's property.

Gurukåpa: One may say, "But I myself work hard. Should I support the man who is lazy, doing nothing? Some are lazy. Should I work hard?"

Prabhupäda: Well, that is... If you are humanitarian, you are working for humanity, and why don't you teach them? Why do you not give the opportunity. What is the missionary? You have got so many missionaries. Why don't you feed them by giving them opportunity. They want. Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam. That is Vaiñëava. Engage everything, everyone, to good work. That is missionary. "We, you..." There is no such question, "we." We combining together, that is "we." We are all Kåñëa's sons. Harer näma, harer näma. Their whole philosophy is... Oh, it is very nice beach. All mango trees... Don't think in national terms. That is very heinous.

Satsvarüpa: There is one book on modern religions, and he discusses yourself, Your Divine Grace, on one page, and he says that your politics are naive. He said, "It is naive, too innocent to think that we can unite the world this way under God."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Satsvarüpa: "But it's very complex situation that has to be dealt with."

Prabhupäda: Then why you are trying United Nation, rascal? It may be complex, but we must try for it in the proper way. That is humanity. Why you are attempting United Nation? You know it is complex. 

But you do not know how to unite. 

This is my position. 

Unite on Kåñëa center. 

Then you'll be successful. 

You are already trying for uniting, unity, but you do not know how to unite.
Satsvarüpa: Just like you say there has to be a universal center.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Satsvarüpa: So if it's complex, at least we have to start with a universal center.

Prabhupäda: Yes. No, you can. We... It is already there, United Nation Organization, UNO. So take the ideas. Why you are thinking of... What is that? WHO. World Organization or..., health?

Hari-çauri: World Health Organization.

Prabhupäda: Huh? Why you are trying for? Simply make a show? You are thinking already, but you do not know. Your world is your father, mother, and two sisters, that's all. Yasyätma-buddhiù kuëape tridhätuke svä-dhéù kalaträdiñu. That is your world. A little family, a little community, that is your world. We do not think in that way. 

We include even the animals, trees, plants--brothers. That is our philosophy. 

We feel.

When you cut a tree unnecessarily, we feel.. This is our feeling. 

Unless there is absolute necessity, we do not wish to kill even a tree, 

what to speak of animals. 

When in our Bombay the coconut trees were being cut, I was feeling actually: "Why unnecessarily the coconut trees...?" 

You cannot give anyone life, so how, what is living, you can kill? 

It may be tree or animal or plant. 

You cannot give him life. 

(Ed: in the case of plants, when absolutely necessary for minimal consumption for subsistence they are to be offered to the Lord in sacrifice, and are promoted to a new higher life. The same can be said with animals offered in sacrifice to Goddess Kali with the proviso that the sacrificer agrees to a birth as an animal to be also sacrificed. Similarly, cows and horses in (only) previous ages were sacrificed by qualified brahmanas and given a new young body as a test of the efficacy of the mantras uttered.

What can be said, though, of the offering of milk products and agricultural products etc. when the result of such offering and consumption results in the slaughter of those cows and bulls, when Krsna has ordered them to be protected, personally shown us by His example, created the cooperative system of varnasrama for human beings based on cow protection and progressive brahminical culture of obedience to His laws as seen by the brahmanas and Vaisnavas through the eyes of sastra?

WILL these cows receive a human birth as in the case of those dying naturally or after a lifetime of protection?

OR must they take another birth to fulfill their allotted span of life in that species?

ARE self-professed brahmanas willing to put their offering mantras of “namah om visnu padaya krsna prestaya bhutale srimate bhaktivedanta swamin iti namine”, “namo maha vadanyaya, krsna prema pradaya te” and “namo brahmanya devaya, go brahmana hitaya ca”  to the test to see if they themselves might not have to suffer a similar fate in future lives?

WHAT happens if the offering of milk from such unprotected cows is not accepted by His Divine Grace to offer on up through the disciplic succession to become prasadam?)

So you have to suffer for this. [ ]

Prabhupäda: But when there is warning of death, why do you fly? You have to die, but when there is warning of death, why you fly? (laughter) Rascal, why you fly? That means you do not want to die. You give this slogan, that "When there is warning of death, why do you fly? You have to die." (laughter) 

It is a rascal civilization, that's all. Western civilization is a rascal civilization. 

I do not take they are civilized even. No. White aborigines. That's all. (break) Mahäprabhu says, janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära. In other countries there is no civilization. In India there is civilization. 

Just   YOU become  civilized and distribute THIS knowledge.

bhärata bhümite haile manuñya janma jära
janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära
This Kåñëa consciousness movement is THAT para upakara. 

They do not know what is civilization. 

Such broader idea of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. 

He never said that "Sit down in Våndävana and become a bäbäjé." 

Kara para upakara. 

THAT is saìkértana. 

abaddha-karuëä-sindhu katiha mohan
brahmära durlabha prema nitäi kare däna
THIS is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's preaching. 

Karuëä-sindhu, the ocean of mercy, it was blocked. 

Let it be opened, and distribute throughout the whole world. 

So if you work vigorously, 

this is an epoch-making history, 

how real culture is being distributed 

for the benefit of the whole human society. 

They'll realize. What do you think? Eh?

Room Conversation                 January 24, 1977, Bhubaneswar                                                       

Prabhupäda: Yes. Every year, the new batches of students, and you'll have opportunities of selling a new set. If the university professors cooperate--they must; they should--then we'll have every year a large number of books sold to the...

Hari-çauri: If you bring more small books... Like you were going to do Padma Puräëa...
Prabhupäda: Yes. That we can give.

Hari-çauri: ...and the Upaniñads, like that. Those will also be very...

Prabhupäda: That will be nice. I was training, but they have not become so expert. As I am doing Bhagavad-gétä, Çrémad..., they could do Padma Puräëa, Viñëu Puräëa, Brahma-vaivarta Puräëa in the same way, but our students are not so expert.
Hari-çauri: And no one can give the purports that you give.

Prabhupäda: A little progress, they think they have become a great scholar--"Now we are for bhajana. Here there is no chance of bhajana. Let us go and bhajana." Means... Ei chure paka. Ei chure means a unripe jackfruit. Unripe jackfruit has become yellow. Means a stunted growth. You know stunted growth?

Satsvarüpa: Something stops growing.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Growth is not there, like a dwarf, and he has become fifty years old. Vidvatvaà vayasaà-vinä... No, vayasaà vidvatvaà vinä. [ ]
Prabhupäda: My Guru Mahäräja used to say, "When our men will be sahajiyä, he will be more dangerous."

Satsvarüpa: Our own men.

Prabhupäda: Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura, he said that "When our men will be sahajiyä, oh, they'll be more dangerous." So our men are becoming, some of them, sahajiyäs. This very word he said, that "When our men will be sahajiyäs he'll be more dangerous." [ ]

Satsvarüpa: You say now the standing orders, the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, Caitanya-caritämåta, after the universities, should be sold in every home. So far, no one has learned how to do that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Satsvarüpa: That remains to be done.
Prabhupäda: Every gentleman should have a valuable library of these. That we want. Then our preaching is successful.

Hari-çauri: Once people recognize the worth of spiritual literature, then they'll purchase. Just like they sell these Encyclopedia Brittanicas from house to house.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri:...on the basis, "You've got so many children. They need this knowledge and education for when they go to school." So they purchase whole volumes.

Prabhupäda: Introducing as study book in higher colleges, universities, text book, then it will be... What is the use, a so-called scholar having a Ñaö-sandarbha? And this has been failure... Our one Godbrother, he did. Simply he printed. It was not sold, and then it was mishandled, distributed like anything.

Hari-çauri: What was that?

Prabhupäda: That Ananta Väsudeva, my Godbrother, he printed so many Gosvämé literatures, but it was not successful.

Satsvarüpa: Even when I went to the convention in America, one convention, this woman professor, they were all excited. She has just translated Vidagdha-mädhava. But she had no understanding. She was talking about what the rasa is and Rädhäräëé, but it's all like psychology or sex literature.

Prabhupäda: That's all. They say, "Sex religion. Religious perfection through sex." That is their idea. That Rajneesh is doing that. Rajneesh?

Hari-çauri: Yeah.

Satsvarüpa: Oh, yeah.

Prabhupäda: And Freud also.

Hari-çauri: All of them.

Prabhupäda: Hä hanta hä hanta viña-bhakñana... 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu said this sex is the more dangerous than drinking poison for person who are going to advance in spiritual understanding. 

And they are talking--"Sex is the way of perfection." Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, hä hanta hä hanta viña-bhakñana apy asädhu. 

If one takes poison, that is criminal. 
So this sex indulgence in devotional life is more dangerous than poison-taking, criminality. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... But the sahajiyäs, they are taking that through sex their life... What Gosvämé? Jayadeva Gosvämé, Candidäsa. Jayadeva Gosvämé, Candidäsa, they read, and they say, "Oh, through sex one can achieve the highest." They publicly say in Våndävana. "I am Kåñëa, and parakéya rasa. You have to select one woman who is not your wife, kept wife, parakéya." [ ]

Prabhupada:…..And he was going to make experiment of the Muhammadan realization by eating...

Hari-çauri: Meat.

Prabhupäda: ...go-maàsa, cow's flesh.

Hari-çauri: I think you said that he...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...was refused entry into some temple because of that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He was such a rascal. He was actually impotent, and he could not have sex with his wife, and he addressed, "Oh, you are my mother." And these rascals took: "Oh, he is so advanced that he could see his wife as mother. Oh, self-realized. By worshiping Kali he has become so perfect, he sees everyone as mother." Such a rascal he was, and he is God. These things are going on. 

But I am speaking not my manufacture. 

I heard it from my Guru Mahäräja. He told me that these are these, like that. Not unauthorized. 

I don't speak anything which I have not heard from my Guru Mahäräja.

Hari-çauri: It's just so difficult to believe how these rascals could do it, I mean, pose themselves like that.

Prabhupäda: And when we were meeting, we had so many talks. 

One of these talks were that, (laughing) this. He told me that, Guru Mahäräja.

Hari-çauri: Complete loss of intelligence.

Prabhupäda: It is stated clearly, kämais tais tair håta-jïänäù. Rascals are håta-jïänäù. They have no knowledge even.

Hari-çauri: Lusty desires within their heart.

Prabhupäda: Kämais tais tair håta-jïänäù. For käma... Just like one is lusty for sex, they are for false name. "I shall become God. People will adore me." This is their.... "And we shall bluff like this, by magic, word jugglery." This is the aim.

Hari-çauri: Simply cheating process.

Prabhupäda: No aim how to make people understand about God. They have no such, neither they do know personally. Their only aim is that "If I become a God-man, if I can bluff, jugglery of words and this magic and..., then I'll..." 

The same material thing, pratiñöha. 

As ordinary people, they are working so hard for some material gain, 

material reputation, these people are like that, in a different manner. 

This Satya Sai Baba, this Vivekananda, this, all of them, like that. They want some material position, misusing their mediocre knowledge. That's all. 
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Satsvarüpa: (reading) "The real qualification is to become a devotee of the Lord, and gradually all the good qualities worthy of possession developed. Mahäräja Parékñit was a mahä-bhägavata, or a first-class devotee, who was not only well versed in the science of devotion but also able to convert others to become devotees by his transcendental instructions. Mahäräja Parékñit was, therefore, a devotee of the first order, and thus he used to consult great sages and learned brähmaëas who could advise him by the çästras how to execute the state administration."

Prabhupäda: So who is going to do that? All these... All rogues and thieves, drunkards and fourth-class character, meat-eaters, they are the government. How you can expect good government for the benefit of the people? This is Kali-yuga. Unfortunately we have on the heads of government all men of the low-grade character. You... Your President? 

Satsvarüpa: "Such great kings were more responsible than modern elected executive heads because they obliged the great authorities by following their instructions left in Vedic literatures. There was no need to enact daily a new legislative bill by impractical fools and to alter it again and again conveniently to serve some purpose. 

The rules and regulations were already set forth by great sages like 

Manu, Yäjïavalkya, Paräçara, and other liberated sages, 

and the enactments were all suitable for all ages and all places. 

Therefore the rules and regulations were standard and without flaw or defect. Kings like Mahäräja Parékñit had their council of advisors and all..."

Prabhupäda: Our things on the veranda can be kept inside. Because they are here, somebody may... So many men are coming and going.

Satsvarüpa: "All the members of the council were either great sages or 

brähmaëas of the first order. 

They did not accept any salary, 

nor had they any necessity for such salaries. 

The state would get the best advice without expenditure. They were themselves sama-darçé, equal to everyone, both man and animals. They would not advise the king to give protection to the man and instruct him to kill the poor animals. Such council members were not fools or representatives to compose a fool's paradise. They were all self-realized souls, and they knew perfectly well how all living beings in the state would be happy both in this life and the next. They were not concerned with the hedonistic philosophy of 'Eat, drink, be merry and enjoy.' They were philosophers in the real sense, and they knew well what is the mission of human life. 

Under all these obligations, 

the advisory council of the king would give correct directions, and the king 

or executive head, being himself a qualified devotee of the Lord, 

would scrutinizingly follow them for the welfare of the state. 

The state in the days of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira or Mahäräja Parékñit was a welfare state in the real sense of the term, because no one was unhappy in that state, be he man or animal. Mahäräja Parékñit was an ideal king for the welfare state of the world."

Satsvarüpa: They say He should be exemplary. God should be exemplary.

Prabhupäda: No. God is not bound to prove His example character to you. You are a rascal.

Satsvarüpa: Then how will I know what to follow?

Prabhupäda: You learn! You come to me. I'll teach you and beat you with shoes and teach you. (laughter) Come to me. Why I am here? You come! I shall beat you with shoes and teach you. Then you'll learn. You require some beating with shoes. You are a bad student. So I'll do that. "Come on." Yes, I keep always my shoes for my bad students.

Gurukåpä: You can beat me, Çréla Prabhupäda. I'd like that.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Yes. A student who is more chastised is advanced. Guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsana. Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, "My spiritual master saw Me a grand fool. Therefore he has chastised Me." That is the position. The more we remain a grand fool, then more we may advance in spiritual consciousness. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says. Guru more mürkha dekhi' karila çäsana. He was mürkha? [ ]

Gargamuni: In the summer here we park... You know where I took you on the other side? We brought our vans there and we slept right on the sand. Very nice.

Prabhupäda: Beach. Very nice. Summer it is nice.

Gargamuni: Nice breeze all night.

Prabhupäda: Very nice sleep.

Gargamuni: Yes. Fresh. Right? You were there.

Gurukåpä: Yes. I was there.

Devotee: We slept outside, under the stars. We cooked out there. We cooked outside.

Prabhupäda: 

In villages eighty percent, ninety percent people, they sleep outside during summer.
Gargamuni: But here there's no... There was no mosquitoes.

Prabhupäda: Because the wind is strong.

Gargamuni: Yes. Very strong. And just a light cädara. A light cädara and that's all.

Prabhupäda: Yes. In village also. In summer, night is rather pleasant.

Gargamuni: Yes. Because there is breeze. Chandigarh we were there and Saharanpur. We were sleeping...

Prabhupäda: You can sleep very comfortably in summer. And in the morning you'll feel fresh, refreshed, complete.

Gurukåpä: I am sleeping comfortable any place.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that depends on practice.
Gurukåpä: An expert in sleep.

Prabhupäda: Anything. Çaréra nä mahäçaya, yä saha mithaya saha (?) There is a Bengali proverb that the body is very nice. If you practice something, it will tolerate. Jaya. (devotees offer obeisances) (break)

Organize in this way throughout the whole world. Give them shelter; give them food; give them cloth. That is the most benevolent welfare activity in the human society. So here people have generally tendency to come to the beach to enjoy. "All right, we shall give you a place. Come on. Stay here. You haven't got to pay anything for food or lodging. Simply attend ärati, classes. Then... 

For experiment, three days' period, you see."

Gargamuni: Anyone.

Prabhupäda: Anyone.

Satsvarüpa: Even those three days they have to attend the maìgala-ärati?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Maìgala-ärati they must attend. It is not that sleeping, "gongongon," and taking free food, no.

Gargamuni: No. Even in Mäyäpura we wake them up at four.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that must be. Why Mäyäpura? Våndävana, they are accustomed. Yä devé sarva-bhüteñu nidra... This sleeping is the mäyä's influence. It is stated in the... Yä devé sarva-bhüteñu nidra-rüpeëa saàsthitaù.(?) The Devé, this material energy, has captured everyone, and she is there... The more one sleeps, that means he's under the control of mäyä. And the more he is not sleeping, he's free from mäyä. Nidrähära-vihärakädi-vijitau. The Gosvämés, they conquered over three things: nidrä, sleeping; ähära, eating; and mating. These things are the clutches of mäyä. More we have sex, more we have eating, more we have sleeping, that means I am entangled. The more we conquer over it, we are free. That we have to try. Whether I am in the clutches of mäyä or not can be tested--whether I am sleeping more, whether I am eating more, whether I am more sexually inclined. He can test himself. And bhakti means vairägya-vidyä, to conquer over these three things. So practice this. They are... 

To rise early in the morning and attend maìgala-ärati is compulsory. 

It is part of this education, spiritual education. And not to eat more than necessary. Then you'll not sleep more. You'll find, if you observe fast, you won't feel sleepy. Have you tested this?

Gargamuni: Yes. I can remember.

Prabhupäda: Therefore ekädaçé. One day or two days in the month he should practice fasting, and then he'll be able to conquer over these things. These are all practical. 

So we should practice ourself and teach others. 

This is Kåñëa consciousness movement. 

And if he thinks that he's quite all right in this material atmosphere, 
then he's doomed. Müòhaù näbhijänäti. That means apräpya mäm--without achieving Kåñëa--nivartante--again he goes back--måtyu-saàsära-vartmani--the cycle of birth and death. [ ]

Prabhupäda: There is no question. Community means to help one another. If you can help yourself, do it.

Satsvarüpa: But at least meet with us for training, for classes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is training. Community means I learn from you; you learn from the principles. But if you don't like community, you do it yourself. But this is opportunity. You learn it. Sädhu-saìga. By association of... 

And we must be sädhus. 

If we are  also  dogs and hogs, what they will learn?  [ ]

Gargamuni: So all of these men are nonsense. But people accept their...

Prabhupäda: So we have no business to print other books of Gosvämé literature.

Satsvarüpa: To cater to them.

Prabhupäda: That is not required.

Gargamuni: They won't follow, anyway.

Prabhupäda: These two books, Bhägavata and Bhagavad-gétä, 

if they actually read and assimilate, 

their life will be successful. 

So we want to organize widespread publicity of these books. They'll be benefited.

Satsvarupa: I think one important principle in this individual book-selling 

will be a science to find out of all the masses people, the liklier people...(end)
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Prabhupäda: Everywhere. Why you say, speak India or in England? The human intelligence is the same. There is no change. They have made like this: "East," "West" and "England," and... The psychology is the same. The ass is the same. The camel is the same. The dog is the same. We are talking of these dogs. Do you think that in Europe the dog is different from Indian dog? (laughs) They have created another problem. But we take: "You are all dogs. Either you be Indian or England or German, you are, after all, after dog. Your mentality is dog." They have created that "Indian dog is better than the English dog" or "English dog is better than German." What is better? It is dog. You are doglike and hankering after some job in America and amongst Europeans. The Indians are all doing that, the same education. Recently for a post of five hundred men there were three lakhs of applications. This is education. And you'll find uneducated Indian, still he's independent. You will find in Calcutta especially we have seen. Yes. In the morning they'll purchase a bag of potato. Say, he invests twenty rupees. Nowadays he'll sit down in a corner and make two rupees' profit. He invests twenty rupees, and he gets twenty-two. He's satisfied, poor man. Then in the, say, ten to twelve he'll purchase some däl. He'll go home to home. He'll make another two rupees' profit. In the evening he'll take some kerosene oil, and he'll sell. Evening everyone requires kerosene oil. He'll make another two rupees. So he's illiterate. He makes six rupees' profit, five rupees' profit, and if he can, ten rupees' profit. And takes some chana cho(?), some peanuts, sit down. In this way he's independently earning five to ten rupees.

And educated? He's just like dog--"Give me job"—

and unemployed and eating at the cost of father or welfare activities, welfare department, and moving like dog.

Just see practically. The uneducated, he's earning because he knows that "If I go with application, what education I have got? Nobody will like me." He's hopeless in that way. "So let me try in my own way." He's earning ten rupees. And the other man, he's starving and taking help from the government, eating at the cost of father. This is education. Otherwise he is becoming hippie. Is that education? And in the Vedic system--education for the brähmaëa, how to learn to be truthful, how to control senses, how to become educated in Vedic knowledge.

It is for brähmaëa. Bas, education, a few men selected.

Kñatriya, he has to learn how to fight: "Go. Fight. Go in the forest and kill animals and lie, try again, learn how to kill." Education.

Vaiçya--"Go to the field. See how the plow is moved, how to give protection to the..." Finish education.

And çüdra, he has to work under the order of the master. Master says, "Do this": he'll do it.

So where is education required, high education, university degrees?
And the government is maintaining big, big building, big, big professor, and the professor is... What is that? You told me? Gargamuni was telling.

Satsvarüpa: Oh. All debauches.

Prabhupäda: All debauch. Because they're getting fat salary. What they'll do? They do not know how to use it. Wine, woman, restaurant, dance--finish. So we have got very pessimistic view of this modern world. You may like or not. Simply spoiling time. Çrama eva hi kevalam. Simply work without any profit of the human form of life. And nobody is interested to correct the procedure. If we try to correct them, they will accuse us that "These people are brainwashed. They deviating these young men from the general procedure of human civilization." Hm? What is this? Illicit sex stopped? Then where is life? This is life, if young boys and young girls mix freely and have sex, and as soon as she is pregnant, you go away, let her suffer, no responsibility. The poor girl, long before, father, mother divorce--no protector. And as soon as she selects somebody husband, and as soon as pregnancy, he goes away. And old age--there is no family, no son. Ninety-nine percent the woman class live like that. How hopelessly the old ladies are sitting down--only one cat, one dog, one television. The old men also like that, hopelessness. Or drinking or seeing the television. And a dog friend. Is that life? And we want to correct it--"brainwash."

Gurukåpä: They are so... They have no brain to even understand this. You cannot talk to them.

Prabhupäda: No, no, we have to do. Otherwise there is no meaning of preacher. Most thankless task. We want to save them, and they accuse us. My Guru Mahäräja used to give that example: A boy is flying kite, and he's going like this. He's just come on the edge of the roof. He is going to fall down. And somebody says, "Hey! What are you doing this for?" (shouts:) "Why you are checking me? Oh, my kite is gone, gone. I have gone back." This is going on. If you want to save them, they will accuse you that "My kite-flying is disturbed. Don't do this." "And why you are. Why...? You'll fall down." "Never mind. That is my business. Why you are checking me?" This example was given by my Guru Mahäräja. You want to save him. Who is a gentleman who will not save him? He is falling down next moment. That is natural. But he is angry. "Why you have checked my kite-flying?"

So it is a different type of civilization,

a  different style of life.
If you want to introduce they will accuse you, so many, like madmen. And still we have to do. That is preaching. You cannot expect very smooth life in preaching.
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Prabhupäda: ...anna-sambhavaù.

Satsvarüpa: "Surrender to Me." Parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù.

Prabhupäda: Then there is rainfall...
Satsvarüpa: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: Then there is foodgrain. We see this dry land... Because for the last few days, when changing his water he's pouring water here, we see grass growing. Water required. A vast tract of land here is lying. If there is sufficient rainfall you can very easily grow food. But so far rainfall is concerned, it is not in your hand. You rascal scientist, why don't you arrange for this? Everyone knows that from the sea, water is evaporated and is made cloud and thrown all over the land. So why don't you do that? There is enough water.

Satsvarüpa: It's too big a job. They can't... It's too big a job.

Prabhupäda: Then what kind of scientists?

Satsvarüpa: They can do a tiny bit in a laboratory, make some water.

Prabhupäda: So still, we have to accept them scientist?

Satsvarüpa: Everyone is simply bluffed by their word jugglery and by whatever little bit they've done. They say, "We've done this. Now you must worship us." And people are indebted.

Prabhupäda: So we have to challenge them like that. And as soon as you challenge, "Yes, wait millions of years." That's all.

Satsvarüpa: They say, "Actually we are working on that, how to make rain."

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Satsvarüpa: They'll say, "Yes, actually we are working on that problem of making rain."

Prabhupäda: What is the working? People are suffering; you are working. There is a Bengali proverb, sate kusti dolpe gelun.(?) There was a big fair. One has to go there. So he began to dress himself nicely. So the time occupied for dressing, in the meantime the fair was finished. (laughs) Sate kusti kolpe gelun.(?) These are practical. You need immediately water. These rascals say, "Yes, wait. Wait for future."

Satsvarüpa: "Wait and give us billions of dollars. Research."

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. Why shall I wait? Immediately necessary. You have no such power to evaporate the water and make into cloud and distribute. Very easily it is being done. Then why don't you accept somebody's doing that?

Satsvarüpa: If a scientist will accept there is God, then there is no harm in making scientific progress.

Prabhupäda: Then they will hear the words of God, Bhagavad-gétä.

Then everything will be solved. Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù.

Then he will hear. They will chant Hare Kåñëa and there will be rain.

Satsvarüpa: If we condemn everything they do, then they say, "All right, if you think we're nonsense, then don't use our printing press for your books."

Prabhupäda: No. You are nonsense, that is accepted, but do not think that because you have manufactured printing press, you have become God. That is our proposal. We give you credit. And we can also say that without your printing press, people were not dying. Formerly people were copying. Everyone's business was going on.

There was no need of mass studying.

Only the brähmaëas, they used to copy and they used to vibrate the knowledge.

And those who were interested, they were hearing and getting the knowledge. So what was the harm?
It is little facility that... The same logic: The dog is running, four legs, you are running by four wheels. That does not mean that the dog will die, you'll not die. You'll die also, and dog will die. So this four-wheel car will not help you ultimately. Ultimately you have to die.

Satsvarüpa: Because it is modern times, the Kåñëa consciousness movement can keep pace with all these things, but we don't need them. We can use this, but if we don't have it, then we don't need it.

Prabhupäda: We don't support it. Our business does not support. You can live without car, but you cannot live without rainfall. Why don't you take the important business? Make machine that the water from the sea can be drawn and saltless and distributed. Why don't you do that?

Satsvarüpa: They've put aside the big problems and doing little things.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Childish. Every day the consumer's goods are increasing in price. So many poor men, they cannot purchase.

Your motorcar machine, that is not meant for the poor man. Poor man requires food grains. There is no water. What you are doing for that? They require bread, food grains. Supply them sufficiently. They'll be happy.

Without motorcar they can live. You can live also.

But without food grains you cannot live and they cannot live.

Satsvarüpa: They can't do it, but then, when we say, "Rains will come by yajïa," they'll say "No."

Prabhupäda: No, that is... You don't believe it, but here is the...

That means you do not believe in God. Why don't you make an experiment? Ask everybody to chant Hare Kåñëa, kértana. As soon as you say you don't believe, then you don't believe in God, "God says." That is your disease.
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Prabhupäda: (break) ... and European temples, Deity worship, kértana. It will go on increasing, more and more centers. And make such a policy--pickpocket $250 and give them books. $250 for an American is nothing. Is it not?

Hari-çauri: Not very much.

Prabhupäda: Not at all! Any common man can pay $250--once. Not that we are getting every month or every few year. Once 250 even ordinary worker can pay.

Hari-çauri: Yes. They do like that with those sets of books.

Satsvarüpa: They don't have to pay all at once.

Hari-çauri: Most things are done in America are on credit.

Satsvarüpa: "Book of the Month Club," they have. Very popular.

Prabhupäda: So you... We have to organize like that. And actually this is greater valuable for their life, changing life.

Hari-çauri: Yes. These book clubs are very big.

Prabhupäda: So now you all GBC make a plan how to introduce the books in every home. The same policy in other languages also. America is English language. Similarly, we can do here also in Hindi language, in Oriya language, or in Europe. So we have got much work ahead. Don't think our business is finished. No. Simply very intelligent we have to do it. 

Prabhupäda: Yes. I have no objection, English. But if they wanted that national language, why not take Sanskrit? I am international. I don't believe in this national or statewise. I never believed. This is very good idea, éçäväsyam idaà sarvam. God is the proprietor. He is the original father. Ahaà béja-pradaù pitä. Why do they not take this philosophy? 

They have attempted this United Nation organization. 

And where is the philosophy how to make one state? That is cheating them. 

Why not make one state?

Hari-çauri: They actually don't desire that.

Prabhupäda: No.

Hari-çauri: They can speak, "United Nations," but...

Prabhupäda: The barking, dog's bark. Otherwise, what... They do not attempt it. 

Why not make one state--the whole world? 

Keep the democracy, 

but make one state, "United States of the World." 

Why "United States of America"? 

Make English language common language and "United States of the World." If they organize, they can do it. Just like United States has included Hawaii. They are not actually of the same blood. They are not European. So how they are managing Hawaii? Hawaii is a different stock. It is from Chinese. [ ]

Prabhupäda: So if you can educate people, they will be united. 

This is actually united nations movement. 

Actually see how these Europeans, Americans, and Africans, and others, without any artificial allurement, how we are keeping together. 

Nobody is dissatisfied with humble eating, humble living, humbly, plain living. 

So it is possible. There is possibility. 

We live simple life, high thinking--United Nation. 

We can possibly... And there will be no scarcity. 

If we  live simple life with Kåñëa conscious thinking, 

There will be no scarcity.

Hari-çauri: Just like India has so many villages. Because they are living simply, then there's enough for everyone.

Prabhupäda: No scarcity. Population increasing? You increase your food. So much land everywhere vacant, all over the world. But that they will not do. They will keep the cattles and eat. Cattle also, they want vegetables. Otherwise where you'll get cattle? 

But therefore in Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni.

(Ed: THE FORMULA, PRESCRIPTION)

Produce food grains. Just like this is. How nice it is, from paddy. So you take the paddies, rice, eat, and the grass you can utilize in so many ways. 

Anywhere you can till the ground, you get paddy and the grass. 

Make your cottage. So shelter is there. 

And the animals

 HYPERLINK  \l "grassportion" 
  also like this grass. 

You can make home. 

Where is the scarcity? 

Plain living, high thinking, and prepare for next life. 

Go back home, back to Godhead. 

Finish this hellish life of repeated birth and death. (Ed: this is how)

There is no knowledge. And when we try to give them this knowledge, they say, "You are brainwashed. You have imported some new way of life, style of life. Brainwash." So our European, American devotees, they like rice? No.
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Prabhupäda: ...obedient to God--that means offer sacrifices—

then there will be regular rain. And if there is regular rain, any damn land is good for any purpose. Land has been made bad because there is no regular rain. They... 
Why the desert is? If there is regular rain, the desert will be also fertile. 
So it is gradually becoming desert. The whole world will be desert. No production. Suffer. Make your scientific research, godless. All rascals, full of rascals... (horn beeping--break) 

There is a proposal. You know that? Just see how great rascals they are. 

They'll import water.
Gurukåpä: They have done that in California. They have piped water into the desert and made it the most fertile place.

Prabhupäda: Yes. What is desert? Desert means no water. There is no rain.

Gargamuni: In Israel, which is a desert, they are exporting food all over the world.

Prabhupäda: Every land will be fertile and usable if there is water. That's all. They are making scientific research.

Satsvarüpa: So if they can bring water by pipe, then they don't need yajïa.
Prabhupäda: That is also another foolishness. How much water he'll carry by pipe? [ ]

Prabhupäda: He was rascal number one. He brought three women with whom he had intimate connection. That is very easy to make intimate connection with woman in America. With money also. He brought. And with their money. Aurobindo also, the same thing. With woman's money they became rich, not like me, with hard labor of writing books and selling. I could also do. There was chance. But this is not my business to make intimate relation with woman and get money. I could do. There was chance. When attempt was failed, the man who introduced that woman to me, he one day said, "I have seen many swamis, but none like you." (laughter)

Gargamuni: They advise you to grow a beard and to wear Western suit, the other swamis. (break)

Prabhupäda: ...in a different style. (break) ...money. 

These rascals are also after woman and money, in a different style. 

Asat eka stré-saìgé. Caitanya Mahäprabhu immediately rejects him, that "He's a rascal. He's after women." Immediately. Asat stré-saìgé. Two kinds of rascals--nondevotee of Kåñëa and woman-hunter--reject immediately. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... 

The sannyäsa life is... 

What is that? Cent percent, no connection with woman. That is sannyäsa. 

What we have renounced? We have renounced... 
We (Ed: Srila Prabhupada) 
are using the motorcar, 

(Ed:for spreading the message of GIVING THEM UP beginning with ourselves on the farms) 
we are using this machine, (Ed: dictaphone for WRITING BOOKS) 
we are eating, (WHAT WE GROW engaging the bulls and protecting cows) 
we are sleeping in nice room 
(that he wanted us to build from the LOCAL MATERIALS FROM THE FARM)—

what is the renouncement? Only renouncement is no connection with woman. That is the real platform of renouncement. If one can renounce woman's connection, then he's liberated man. That is very, very difficult. (break) Except myself, they go for woman and money, that's all, in foreign countries. This is the position. [ ]

Prabhupäda: So many things going on. Very difficult to lead spiritual life. 
sandarçanaà viñayiëäm atha yoñitäà ca
hä hanta hanta viña-bhakñaëato 'py asädhu
Actually one who is serious going back to home, back to Godhead--for such person, one should be niñkiïcana, 

no connection with these material woman and money. Niñkiïcanasya. (break) 

But I am not collecting money for sense gratification. 

For preaching work. 

Kåñëa-sambandhe... Kåñëa sabaya yähä haya anukula, viñaya boliyä tähä haya phul.(?) 

The anything which is favorable to my preaching work, that is not viñaya. 

Ta phul.(?) Then that is mistake. 

Why the air is misty? That... (break) Similarly, you can see. 

You have to see it, 
what for they are killing. 

Stalin was killing for his own sense gratification. 

He wanted to maintain himself in the position, and anyone going against him, he would kill. 

That was not for the citizens' benefit. 

For his own benefit. Therefore he's a criminal. 

Just like soldier is killing hundreds of thousands of other soldiers. He is being awarded, "Oh, you are brave." 

And as soon as he kills one man for his own--he is hanged. 

So we have to see what is the cause that Arjuna fought for Kåñëa, he became a devotee. Bhakto 'si priyo 'si. Very dear friend. What is the business? To kill. 

There are different.

Satsvarüpa: Isn't it true also that, in the Kåñëa conscious state, that a rascal, he may be allowed to live if he does his rascaldom but within the regulations. Like there's even allowance for eating meat and for going to the prostitute. Not that he'll be automatically killed, but...

Prabhupäda: No, who said like that?

Satsvarüpa: Well, there are some purports in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam that say there'll always be a class of men who will do this thing, so the prostitute is natural in society. That will keep him from at least going to...

Prabhupäda: That is another thing. Because there are rascals, they will pollute their homely wives and sisters, you can allow to go to the prostitute.

Satsvarüpa: So it's not that they are automatically killed, but at least they must...

Prabhupäda: They are killing... They are... Prostitution... But to save the society from their pollution, the concession is there, "Go to prostitute." 

They are killing themselves.
Satsvarüpa: Just like Mahäräja Parékñit, he did not kill the Kali either when he found...

Prabhupäda: He was ready to kill. When he surrendered, he gave him some shelter. (end) 
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(break) ...correctly. 

Then the dékñä-guru (microphone moving). 

If you like... Then he is dékñä-guru. Then guru. 

So çikñä-guru becomes dékñä-guru. 

But guru means one who knows the science of Kåñëa and teaches properly. 

That's all.

Guest (1): Are you knowing people take dékñä from many gurus?

Prabhupäda: No, dékñä-guru is one. But çikñä-guru can be many.

Guest (1): But suppose dékñä gurus or people take one mantra from one guru and other one...

Prabhupäda: Then you have not selected guru. You have selected some rascal. Guru can be..., cannot be different. Guru means one who knows the science of Kåñëa. Yei kåñëa-tattva-vettä sei guru haya. Anyone who knows the science... So suppose if you want to become medical man, you must go to a qualified medical man to learn. And if you go to a pänwälä, what he'll teach you? That is your mistake. Guru cannot be different. 
Guru is one, one who knows the science of Kåñëa. 
If he does not know, then he is not guru. Why should you go there?

Guest (1): How should we know that he knows about Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: That requires your fortune. Little intelligence. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, ei rüpe brahmäëòa bhramite kona bhägyavän jéva. That intelligence is for the most fortunate person. That is not ordinary thing. 
But guru means who knows the science of Kåñëa. 
If you go to a bogus man, that is your misfortune. So this is the description of guru, yei kåñëa-tattva-vettä sei guru haya, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's statement. 

kibä vipra kibä nyäsé çüdra kene naya
yei kåñëa-tattva-vettä sei guru haya
It doesn't matter whether he is a sannyäsé or gåhastha or a brähmaëa or çüdra. It doesn't matter. If he knows the science of Kåñëa, then he remains guru.

Guest (1): Science of Kåñëa. If he knows about Bhägavatam, Bhagavad-gétä, or anything else...

Prabhupäda: To know about Kåñëa. It is not also difficult. Science of Kåñëa is there, Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñëa speaks Himself. So to know the science of Kåñëa is also not difficult. But because we are unfortunate, we go to rascal, and they interpret Bhagavad-gétä in a rascaldom way, and we are missing. So you should be very careful not to go to a rascal. Then your mission will be successful. If you want to purchase gold, you must go to a shop where actually gold is purchased, gold. If you do not know, then you'll be cheated. That is not also very difficult. 

That I have repeatedly said. 

Those who are interpreting in their own way, Bhagavad-gétä, 

he's a rascal; he's not guru. 

(loud kértana in background) As soon as he says an interpretation, "I think like this," you reject that. Why should we think like that? You should preach what Kåñëa says. Then you are right. Why should you say something which Kåñëa does not say? Then you are misguided. He does not know Kåñëa. He's not kåñëa-tattva-vettä. So he's cheating. That is going on. Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja, and these rascals say, "It is not to Kåñëa person." So he's a rascal. 

He's taking Kåñëa's book and preaching against it. (Ed: i.e. varnasrama, cow protection)

So what will be benefit if you go to such a rascal? Therefore there is no difference between çikñä-guru and dékñä-guru because if he's actually guru, he'll not say anything which Kåñëa has not spoken. Yäre dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça. So guru is that. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära' ei deça: "You become a guru." And what is the function of the guru? Yäre dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça. That is there. You haven't got to manufacture any instruction. Whatever is said in the Bhagavad-gétä, you say. You try to convince him with logic, with philosophy, with your knowledge, same thing, not philosophy. That is intelligence. And suppose Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. Before that, Kåñëa has described everything, why you should surrender to Kåñëa. At last He says, "You surrender to Me." So there is no difficulty. 

Immediately Kåñëa does not say, "You surrender to Me." 

But after describing everything--karma-yoga, jïäna-yoga, dhyäna-yoga, so many things, politics, sociology, religion, everything--at last He says that "This is the most confidential part. You surrender unto Me." 

So one who has not surrendered to Kåñëa, how he can become guru? He's a cheater. 

Yei kåñëa-tattva-vettä sei guru haya. Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate. One who has surrendered to Kåñëa, he's actually jïänavän. And this jïänavän is possible after many, many births; not so easily, to surrender to Kåñëa. But if he's there, such a person--väsudevaù sarvam iti sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù--he is mahätmä. That is mahätmä, not by stamping, anyone, a person, can become mahätmä. This is the symptom of mahätmä, one who has surrendered to Kåñëa fully. Sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù. So that is guru, mahätmä, who knows väsudevaù sarvam iti. Such mahätmä is guru. Mahätmänas tu mäà pärtha daivéà prakåtim äçritäù, bhajanty ananya-manasaù. The guru has no other business than kåñëa-bhajana. So that you have to see. You have to learn. You have to appreciate with persons who are actually engaged in kåñëa-bhajana. Then you'll understand. Ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-saìgaù. Sädhu means bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk sädhur eva sa mantavyaù. He's sädhu. Who? Who has no other business than Kåñëa. Mix with such sädhu who are actually executing kåñëa-bhajana. Ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-saìgaù. This is the description of the sädhu. Bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk sädhur eva sa mantavyaù. These things are there. There is no question of being misled. But if you purposefully mislead yourself, who can check? 

In the beginning you may commit some mistake, 

but when you study Bhagavad-gétä--who is sädhu, who is mahätmä, who is guru—

then why shall we make, commit mistake again? 

If you have done mistake--you have gone to a rascal who is not Kåñëa conscious--then when you read Bhagavad-gétä, you can understand. Why you are misled? Why you should be misled? If it is written on the road, "Keep to the left," why should you be misled and go to the right? Go to the left. Then you are not misled. So here it is said, mahätmänas tu mäà pärtha daivéà prakåtim äçritäù. A mahätmä means who is always engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. Why do you accept somebody as mahätmä who does not speak about Kåñëa? Then you are misleading yourself. Sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù. Väsudevaù sarvam iti. Everything, direction, is there. Why you create your own mahätmä? 

If you want to be cheated, who can check you? That is your fault. 

In Bhagavad-gétä, it is clearly said, 

bahünäà janmanäm ante
jïänavän mäà prapadyate
väsudevaù sarvam iti
sa mahätmä...
That is mahätmä. Mahätmänas tu mäà pärtha daivéà prakåtim äçritäù, bhajanty ananya-manasaù. Sädhur... Api cet suduräcäro bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk. He's mahätmä. He's sädhu. We shall go to him. Why shall we go to a rascal? Simple directions. So if you are misled, if you are cheated, whose fault it is? But if you want to be cheated, who can check? 

Even though somebody by mistake has gone to a rascal, the book is there. 

As soon as you find out, "Here is a rascal who does not know anything about Kåñëa, and I have come to him," reject him. 

That is stated in the çästra. Gurur apy avaliptasya käryäkäryam ajänantaù parityägo vidhéyate.(?) 

Even by mistake you have come to a rascal who does not know how to become guru, you can reject him. 

Why should you stick to him? Reject him. 

And by mistake I have come to rascal. Why shall I continue to accept him as guru? Cäëakya Paëòita said, tyaja durjana-saàsargaà bhaja sädhu-samägamam: "Give up all rascals. Associate with sädhus." If you do not do that, that is your fault. Tyaja durjana-saàsargaà bhaja sädhu-samägamam. We have to mix with sädhu. Sädhu means who are twenty-four-hours engaged in Kåñëa's service. Things are there. Why should you mix with asädhu? Then how can you understand? Ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-saìgaù. If you have got little faith, then next business is to associate with sädhus.
Guest (2): Daily how many times you'll utter the names of Lord Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Twenty-four hours. Kértanéyaù sadä hariù. There is no question of "How many times?" But if you have got other business, make some minimum quantity.

Guest (2): Minimum?

Prabhupäda: Quantity. Minimum number.

Satsvarüpa: If you can't chant all day--you have other business--at least make a quota and chant that every day. In our... Prabhupäda's disciples, we promise to chant at least sixteen rounds on the beads, japa-mälä, every day. One round is 108 mantras.
Guest (2): Sixteen rounds.

Satsvarüpa: Yes. Sixteen of those rounds at least.

Prabhupäda: It comes to twenty-five thousand. So Haridäsa Öhäkura was chanting three lakhs. That is not possible. 

Twenty-five thousand minimum. NOW you can increase as much as you like.

Guest (3): Is there a difference between Räma and Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: No difference. Räma is Bhagavän. Kåñëa is Bhagavän. Rämädi-mürtiñu. Bhagavän has got many incarnations: Nåsiàhadeva, Varähadeva, Räma, Räma, Paraçuräma, Balaräma, Däçarathi Räma. So whomever you like, you can worship. (pause)

Guest (5): Should you count every day how much you do japa?

Satsvarüpa: Should you count every day how much japa you do?

Prabhupäda: That is... He's doing at least sixteen times.

Guest (4): No, suppose if we don't count?

Prabhupäda: No, the mälä is counting.

Guest (4): No. Suppose if we don't follow it, it's not beneficial?

Prabhupäda: Beneficial, but you must fill up your promise, vow, that "I shall chant." Dåòha-vrata. First be dåòha-vrata. If your chanting is not finished, you should give up your sleeping. You must try to finish. That is called dåòha-vrata. So whatever promise, quota--"I must finish it." Stop all other business. That is called dåòha-vrata. Bhajante mäà dåòha-vratäù. Find out this verse, mahätmänas tu mäà pärtha. No, then satataà kértayanto mäm.
Satsvarüpa: Not mahätmänas? Next one. Satataà kértayanto mäà yatantaç ca dåòha-vratäù.
Prabhupäda: Dåòha-vrata. If you have no dåòha-vrata, (laughing) that is no vow. So that dåòha-vrata means you must promise that "I shall chant at least, minimum, so many times." That is called dåòha-vrata.
Satsvarüpa: "With determination."

Prabhupäda: With determination. Otherwise, satataà kértayanto mäm. Satatam means twenty-four hours. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, kértanéyaù sadä hariù. Harer näma harer näma harer näma eva kevalam. But that we cannot do. Therefore to keep dåòha-vrata, we have fixed up a certain quantity. Chant that. Saìkhyä-pürvaka-näma-gäna-natibhiù kälävasäné-kåtau. About the Gosvämés--saìkhyä-pürvaka: "So many times." Not only chanting, also offering obeisances. Saìkhyä-pürvaka-näma-gäna-natibhiù. Nati means praëati. "I shall offer obeisances hundred times." Gosvämés, they used to do that. Still in Rädhä-kuëòa, Våndävana, you'll see many devotees. They offer, counting, flat, so many times. So we have to take some labor. It is not so easy thing that you realize (chuckling) God so easily. Saìkhyä-pürvaka-näma-gäna-natibhiù kälävasäné-kåtau. The valuable time of human life should be utilized only for cultivating Kåñëa consciousness. That is perfect. No other business. Sarva-dharmän parityajya. That is sarva-dharmän. But if you cannot do that, all right, make

minimum: "So many times I shall chant. So many times I shall offer obeisances." Make some dåòha-vrata. Then gradually it will be successful.

Guest (5): (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: Yes. Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa--twenty-four hours. Japa-tapa. Tapasya. Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattvam. Japa means tapa, tapasya. And that is dåòha-vrata. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa. Tapasya begins with brahmacarya. There is no tapasya, there is no brahmacarya, there is no dåòha-vrata, there is no understanding, and they are becoming guru. Just see these Europeans, Americans. Their life beginning was meat-eating. And they have given up everything. This is tapasya. And we shall eat everything, do everything... Yato mata tato patha. "Whatever I like, I do, and still a devotee." What is this nonsense? Jaya.
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Yogeçvara: Well, at the farm there is not as much of a new bhakta program as in Paris. So the new men are encouraged to stay in Paris to get fixed up first.

Prabhupäda: So new... When they are trained up, they can come, live, especially gåhasthas. My point is whether the farm is attractive. Not very much.

Yogeçvara: The potential is wonderful.

Prabhupäda: And therefore I'm asking. Potential is wonderful,

so why they are not attracted to live in the farm
and  be  self-independent
and chant Hare Kåñëa?
That is our farm project.
Our farm project is they should be satisfied with simple living.

That is nice living. 

If you get  milk, if you get fruit, if you get grain and open air, it is very healthy life.

Why they should not be attracted?

Yogeçvara: It is still the beginning, and because it's the beginning, it is a little difficult sometimes.

Prabhupäda: That may be. But  this should be our aim.
We should NOT BE A T T R A C T E D 

by the modern city life.

Simplified life.

Save time and utilize for advancing in Kåñëa consciousness.

T H A T  is per fect  L I F E.

Just like Våndävana.
Våndävana life means agriculturist, cowherd boys, uneducated girls, cows and calves, and tree, fruits.

THIS IS VRNDAVANA The center is Kåñëa.

Yogeçvara: Simple living.

Prabhupäda: But they are the topmost devotees. These (chuckling) uneducated, without any town life, cow-men, they are Kåñëa's best friend.

Unsophisticated, no education, but love intense—
that is perfect.
That attracted Kåñëa more. Våndävanaà parityajya na padam ekaà na kartavya...
Krsna is so much attached to Våndävana that He goes nowhere...

What is that? They are not educated girls, up-to-date fashion, (indistinct) or nothing. Crude. As soon as there was blowing of the flute, immediately they began to run towards Kåñëa. Somebody is taking care of children, somebody is engaged in boiling milk, and somebody was even lying down with her husband. Still, immediately...

Very crude, unsophisticated, but intense love for Kåñëa--that is Våndävana.
WE  WANT TO  INTRODUCE THIS  FARM  PROJECT
MEANS
INTENSE LO  VE FOR KRSNA.
And other things--very simple: 
little milk, little food grain, little vegetable, that's all.

And that is very nice. If you get fresh vegetable, 

fresh MILK, and food grain,

what  do you want more?
And from milk you can prepare so many nice preparations, unlimited number, all very palatable, sweet.

This civilization we want to introduce,

not so-called rascal civilization 

and become  implicated in this cycle of birth and death. 
This is not civilization. This is killing civilization.
Human being got the opportunity to get out of these clutches of birth and death. They do not understand. They're so rascal, they do not understand how they are implicated in this cycle of birth and death, nor they do take it seriously, that this is the problem, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam. They are so blind rascals, they do not see that this is real suffering. They do not know it. Simply theorizing, making plan, and they do not know what is the suffering. Such a rascal civilization.

So we have to introduce real civilization.
Therefore we are struggling so hard.
So make in such a way. [ ]
Svarüpa Dämodara: And while talking, all of a sudden there was a very big bumping in the plane, so everyone was afraid just before we reached Calcutta. So then I mentioned that every moment we are in danger.

Prabhupäda: Padaà padaà yad vipadäm [SB 10.14.58]. Every step there is danger. The other day in Bombay there was accident. Just going up, and so many persons died immediately, ninety persons. Immediately. What is the...?

Yogeçvara: In Bangkok just before we came, just a few days before, a big 747 had crashed.

Prabhupäda: Äcchä? So many persons died?

Yogeçvara: So many people dead, just before we arrived.

Prabhupäda: Just see. So you have discovered such thing that any moment you can die, every one. So therefore this is problem.

Hari-çauri: When we just drove down the road just now, when we went past, we saw some people holding a woman, and she was screaming and foaming at the mouth. Just further down the road there was the body of her husband on the road. He'd been squashed flat by a truck, and the body was still there. And the head... Head and arms...

Prabhupäda: Only danger. Padaà padaà yad vipadäm [SB 10.14.58]. Every step, simply danger, and we are proud of our scientific advancement. The aeroplane is scientific advancement, but the danger is also more. As soon as you crash, all are altogether... Without an aeroplane one or two men could die, but because you have made this scientific advancement, you all die.

Hari-çauri: Hundred at a time. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Hundred.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Together.

Prabhupäda: This is your advancement. (laughs) Every line of action you see, you have created greatest danger. No solution. Solution is not there, but you have created greater danger. That is your credit.

Svarüpa Dämodara: He was very impressed. He can become life member. Very, very nice man. Very old. And he said his children are in United States and he has everything he has. He's very rich also.

Prabhupäda: Why don't you ask him to come? He's rich. Ask him to come, live with us in Mäyäpur, and rest of the life let him become happy. Why he's after money?

Svarüpa Dämodara: His aim is to make as many bridges as possible. He's thinks that's some sort of philanthropic work.

Prabhupäda: This is mäyä. This is mäyä. What he can do? He will die. This is called mäyä. Therefore our system is because you are rascal, do all rascaldom up to fiftieth year. Then give it up. All kinds of rascaldom you can continue. Païcäçordhvaà vanaà vrajet. Then you retire from all this rascal work.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Still, we don't know we'll live for fifty years.

Prabhupäda: That is another difficulty. For general calculation a man can live up to a hundred years in this age. So in the middle, stop all rascaldom-compulsory. Now take to Kåñëa consciousness. Because you are persistent to continue your rascaldom, all right, do it up to this point. And then stop all this. Chant Hare Kåñëa. This is a concession for continuing the rascaldom. But if he's so fool that he will continue the rascaldom as Jawaharlal Nehru did and Gandhi did and Hitler did and-up to the point of death—let him do. What can be done? They will continue their rascaldom. Müòhaù näbhijänäti mäm ebhyaù param avyayam. Gandhi, unless he was killed by his own men, he did not retire. Jawaharlal Nehru, when he was just... There is no other way. He was in Dehra Dun, still Prime Minister, and he was brought very quickly from Dehra Dun to Delhi, and after one hour he died. All these politicians... And it is learned that he has become a dog in Scandinavia. You cannot say, "No," because you do not know what he has become. But tathä dehäntara-präptiù. He must have changed the body. So where is your science? Prakåteù kriyamäëäni [Bg. 3.27]. The prakåti will change your body. Kåñëa says, tathä dehäntara-präptir dhéras tatra na muhyati [Bg. 2.13]. And He's giving vivid example. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanaà jarä [Bg. 2.13]. And Kåñëa is speaking. I shall not believe in Kåñëa's word, and I shall go to some rascal? We are not so fool. Fools are bahir-artha-mäninaù. "Oh, we are making this advancement. We will do in the future. We'll do." These are the business of the fools and rascals, not intelligent, which will never be successful. Duräçaya. But they'll stick to that false hope. Kåñëa yei, bhaje sei baòa catura: "One who takes to Kåñëa consciousness is very intelligent." Actually that is the fact. Ei rüpe brahmäëòa bhramite kona bhägyavän jéva [Cc. Madhya 19.151]. All the... There are many rascals, and they are under the laws of nature wandering in this material world in different forms of life. So out of many such millions and millions, if one is fortunate, guru-kåñëa-kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja: [Cc. Madhya 19.151] he enters into Kåñëa consciousness.

Yogeçvara: By the mercy of the guru.

Prabhupäda: Guru and Kåñëa, both. Unless Kåñëa is also merciful-guru says something; Kåñëa is within; if he says, "Yes, you accept this"—we cannot accept.

Yogeçvara: Causeless mercy.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Guru's business is on behalf of Kåñëa. As Kåñëa comes, causeless mercy, the guru is engaged in Kåñëa's business. Ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñv abhidhäsyati [Bg 18.68]. Faithful servant of Kåñëa. And guru means faithful servant of the Lord. That is guru. Yäre dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. Bas. You become guru, faithful servant. Don't make any change. That is guru. Guru..., to become guru is not difficult thing. But the rascals will not do. He'll manufacture his own words. He is more intelligent than Kåñëa. He'll give another interpretation, another: "Take this." Take photograph with Bhagavad-gétä and talk all nonsense.
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Prabhupäda: The learned scholars, they used to live in the forest. Vyäsadeva was writing in çämyapräça cottage. (chuckling) That is university. And no university can produce such scholar or student, not imperfect. They're all rascals. What are the values of these MA, Ph.D? (break)  [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is Kali-yuga. 

dudha gali gali phire surä baitale vikära
dhanya kali-yuga teri lélä duùkha läge haspar(?)
Tulasé däsa has said, "In the Kali-yuga, dudha, milk--no customer. And surä, wine--baitale vikära.(?) It is sitting down in one place, and customers are going there: "Give me. Give me one after another, one after..." Surä, wine, is so impure that it should not be touched. That is selling in one place very comfortably. Dudha? Gali gali phire: "Will you take milk? Will you take milk?" Dudha gali gali phire surä baitale vikära, dhanya kali-yuga teri lélä. Kali-yuga dhanya tomära.(?) "Your pastime..." Duùkha läge haspar, "I am very sorry, but at the same time, I am laughing." (laughs) "Although I am very sorry, but still, I am laughing." This is Kali-yuga. 

dudha gali gali phire surä baitale vikära
dhanya kali-yuga teri lélä duùkha läge haspar(?)
And in Vedic civilization, animal is being attempted to be killed--"Oh! Who are you?" "Kali-yuga." "Get out!" This is räja, king. 

And there is nobody to protest. 
So many animals are being killed. This is Kali-yuga. 

Why? "They are my subject. You cannot touch." 

Kåñëa is embracing gopés and the calves also, 

not that He has selected only gopés to be embraced. Sarva-yoniñu kaunteya. "Anyone who loves Me... Loves or not, I am protecting." Eko yo bahünäà vidadhäti kämän. He's giving protection to everyone. And if he is a devotee, a special protection. 

This is God, and government means God's representative, God's, 

not people's representative. 

Government does not mean people's representative. 

Government means God's representative. That is government. 

Räjarñi. Imaà räjarñayo viduù. Bhagavad-gétä is not meant for the loafer class. It is meant for the räjarñi. Unless the kings and big, big stalwart leaders understand this science, how they will lead? 

Because these leaders, 

they do not understand Bhagavad-gétä, 

they make

 their own plan. 

Therefore so much catastrophe, chaotic condition. 

It is meant for the räjarñi. Big, big government officer, big, big kings, presidents, ministers. They should understand it. And government is making law, "No Bhagavad-gétä in the school, college," because they do not know the value. (break)

Gargamuni: She said, "Your Gurujé is just like Nethaji. He went outside of India and organized army of Vaiñëavas."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now it is in the right hand. Resourceful, you Americans. You can do this. There is scientist. So we have got the framework very nice. Now you can push on. It is a good movement for the benefit of the whole world. Kåñëa will help you. Kåñëa will recognize you. Go on pushing rightly. 

Our only mission is para-upakära—

we don't want to exploit anyone—

Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. The people in general, human being, they have got this opportunity of being out of the clutches of mäyä and they are kept in darkness. 

What is this? Is that civilization? This is our mission. 

Here is opportunity for his getting out of the clutches of mäyä, daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä, and 

they are being misled, 

the so-called science and nasty philosophy and economics and making them, 

training them as demons and räkñasas. What is this civilization? 

So our movement is AGAINST this demonic civilization. 

It is really para-upakära. 

bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma yära
janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära
And this is India's mission, Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission, para-upakära. So... And Kåñëa also confirms, ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñv abhidhäsyati, na ca tasmäd... You'll be recognized by Kåñëa. 

Simply go on sincerely working for this movement.

From any point of view, come on. We shall fight with mäyä. It is a great declaration of fight with mäyä. Not with mäyä. Our fight is with the demons. Mäyä is servant, maidservant of Kåñëa. She can withdraw by the order. But she cannot withdraw because people are demons. So this European opposition, American opposition is that the demons are now feeling the pressure. That is recognition that "Now it is a fight. We have to defend."

Nanda-kumära: The outcome of the battle is already decided. Just like in Bhagavad-gétä, we've already won. We just have to keep, keep fighting.

Prabhupäda: They are now feeling the pressure of the opposite party. So fight is fight. When there is fight, my Guru Mahäräja used to say, "Some of our soldiers will die. It doesn't matter." You don't expect that not a single soldier of your party will not die. No, some of them will die. Still fight must go on. Fight cannot be stopped. So fight like brave soldiers, Kåñëa will help you. 

Don't make any compromise. 

No truce with these demons. Fight must be. Our fighting weapon is Hare Kåñëa movement. That's all. Säìgopäìgästra-pärñadam. Astra. That astra is yajïaiù saìkértana, this saìkértana, this astra weapon. They're now afraid of this astra more than atomic weapon. Is it not?

Prabhupäda: Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam [Bg. 18.44]. The other day you were asking me about the wages, labor.

Jayapatäkä: Yes.

So there is   no   program to pay wages.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now arrange for big festival. There is a program, Manipur. 

I want to start in that small state 

varëäçrama idea. 

That is my DREAM. 

Small state it can be done, brähmaëa, kñatri... [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the real point. And if the young men, they are taking and they take it seriously, then they will take over government. Yes. That is the real point. Because they want to stop it. But it cannot be stopped. Because the younger generation, they are taking it seriously, it cannot be stopped. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. The poison has already entered. (laughs) Now it is reacting, so they are feeling the pressure. That is our success, when there is opposition. They are not going to oppose any such movement like Transcendental Meditation. No, they don't care. But this, they are seeing that it is very venomous poison.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They didn't realize your intentions when you first came in 1965.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Yes. No illicit sex, no meat-eating. I thought that nobody would take this. But is Kåñëa's mercy; you have taken it seriously. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Anyone who has understood the value of Hare Kåñëa, he is saved. But we should not simply keep ourselves saved. We should think for others. That is para-upakära. 

And that you cannot do unless you are in the safe position. Janma särthaka kari'. 

If you become polluted, then you cannot do. 

That is the secret. 

If you are not polluted, then you can do. 

Otherwise it will be show only, no effect. 

This is the secret. 

Janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära. So, things are very easy, not at all difficult. If you follow, then you can do good to others.

Tamäla Kåñëa: This process gives one the strength to carry it forward more and more.

Prabhupäda: Äpani äcari' prabhu jéve çikhäilä. Caitanya Mahäprabhu, He did so. 

The whole human civilization is on a risky platform.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I don't see how the present civilization can stand up against our devotees if we remain strong.

(Ed: ONLY if we practice the REAL civilization of VARNASRAMA as well as devotinal life while strctly following the principles, otherwise “ it will have no effect. It will be show only. THIS is THE SECRET”)

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. It cannot. Prahläda Mahäräja... Such a gigantic demon could not do anything. He was five years old boy, was sticking to Kåñëa consciousness. That's all, only that strength and he faced the dangerous position of a gigantic demon like Hiraëyakaçipu. Even the demigods were afraid. So remain like Prahläda Mahäräja, pure. Nobody can do anything. Hare Kåñëa. So take rest and...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (end)

“Varnasrama System  Must Be Introduced To Become a Vaisnava”

Satsvarüpa: ...thought they were suppressed.

Prabhupäda: Revolution means they are dissatisfied.

Satsvarüpa: French Revolution, Russian Revolution.

Prabhupäda: These things were not going nicely. Therefore gradually it broke. But if things are going nicely, people will be happy. They will not revolt. You have to keep the citizens satisfied in all respects. You must know the necessity how people are satisfied. You have to arrange the government in that way. Then there will be no revolution. Mass of people, if they are satisfied, they will not revolt. But they do not know the process. The "demoncracy," the common man is allowed to vote. He has no knowledge and he's voting. This is most condemned process. Camara-bhangi, a sweeper, he is voted to become Minister of Defense. His business is to cleanse the street, and now he's voted to become because he has got number of votes. So many bhangis, they vote, "Yes, he is our leader. He should be Defense Minister." You have to do that. This is democracy. His business is to sweep, and he's voted a defense minister.

Hari-çauri: But in, say in America, they argue that everybody's educated now. In America...

Prabhupäda: What educated? Educated means hippies. That's all. This is their education. They do not know what is meant by education. Education... University student was informed that "Next birth you may become a dog," so he said, "What is the wrong there?" This is education. Is that education, that he agrees to become a dog very happily? There is no education. Simply waste of time.

Satsvarüpa: But at least if there is extreme exploitation by a king or dictator it can't be changed. But the people...

Prabhupäda: There cannot be exploitation if things are MADE IN ORDER.

Just like  kñatriya  should be  trained UP  as kñatriya.
THEN he is king.
Not that a bhangi by vote becomes a king. This is education.

He must be very powerful, very strong, strongly built. You have seen the picture, Rämacandra? Sturdy body. You see. Lakñmaëa. Because kñatriya.

who is able to become a kñatriya, 

who is able to become...

There is a big scheme. They have lost. They do not know.
All bhangis, camara, çüdras, they are simply given vote. That's all.

Where is the training?

Hari-çauri: But what is the use of having big strong body if now they're using airplanes and tanks and guns.

Prabhupäda: That is your useless waste of time. Why? Therefore the war does not stop, unnecessary war, and such a big war, Kurukñetra, in eighteen days it is finished. This is decision. And this is going on, continually war, strain, politics, diplomacy, lecture, Parliament. There is no finishing of war. There is no finishing. It will go on. Just like same example: If you keep the dogs as dogs, they'll going on barking. It will never finish. So this is the civilization of dog work. It is not human civilization. Therefore it is going on. War is not stopped. Where is stop? War is stopped? No. Going on. And it will go on because they are dogs. You cannot stop their barking. There are so many things.

If we follow the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä,
then whole world will be...

This is a fact.

Now, how to implement it, that is another thing.

It is a fact.

Hari-çauri: Because even the yavanas and mlecchas were following the kñatriya system in Kåñëa's time. Just like Jaräsandha. He had all the chivalrous respect of a kñatriya even though he was a demon. But nowadays everybody's... No one is...

Prabhupäda: Everybody's çüdra. Nobody's brähmaëa, nobody’s… 
Hari-çauri: No.

Prabhupäda: Çüdra is to be controlled only. They are never given to be freedom. Just like in America...They were under control. And since you have given them equal rights they are disturbing, most disturbing, always creating a fearful situation, uncultured and drunkards. What training they have got? They have got equal right? That is best, to keep them under control... but give them sufficient food, sufficient cloth, not more than that. Then they will be satisfied.

Hari-çauri: If that's done then how will those who have some potential to be educated, how will we recognize them?

Prabhupäda: Either educate them  or  control them. Give them facility of education. 

But there is no education at all...
So we are stressing on the point of education.

You educate certain section as brähmaëa,
certain section as kñatriya,
certain section as vaiçya.
In that education we don't discriminate because he's coming of a çüdra family.

Take education. Be qualified. Then you talk. Not by votes.

Satsvarüpa: Lord Caitanya, when Rämänanda Räya brought this up He said it was not possible in this age to introduce this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not... He did not say (not) possible. Ihä bähya. Caitanya Mahäprabhu was interested only on the spiritual platform. He had no idea of material side. 

He rejected material side.
Satsvarüpa: But don't we do that also?

Prabhupäda: No. Our position is different.

We are trying to implement Kåñëa consciousness in everything.

And Caitanya Mahäprabhu personally took sannyäsa. He rejected completely material. Niñkiïcana.
But we are not going to be niñkiïcana.
We are trying to cement the troubled position of the...

That is also in the prescription of Bhagavad-gétä.
We are not rejecting the whole society.

Caitanya Mahäprabhu rejected everything, ihä bähya. Rejected meaning, "I do not take much interest in this." Bähya. "It is external." He was simply interested in the internal, the spiritual.

But our duty  is that we shall arrange the external affairs also so nicely

that one day they will come to the spiritual platform very easily,
paving the way.
And Caitanya Mahäprabhu, personality like that, they have nothing to do with this material world.

But we are preaching. We are preaching.

Therefore we must pave the situation in such a way that

gradually they will be promoted to the spiritual plane, which  is not required.

Satsvarüpa: Varëäçrama is not required.
Prabhupäda: Not required. Caitanya Mahäprabhu denied, "I am not brähmaëa, I am not kñatriya, I am not this, I am not this." He rejected. 

But in the Bhagavad-gétä, the cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam.

So we are Kåñëa..., preaching Kåñëa consciousness.

IT MUST BE DONE. (“This we want to preach”)
Hari-çauri: But in Caitanya Mahäprabhu's practical preaching He only induced them to chant.

Prabhupäda: That is not possible for ordinary man. (ED: ourselves?)

Hari-çauri: What, to simply induce people to chant?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Hari-çauri: He only introduced just the chanting.

Prabhupäda: But who will chant? Who'll chant?
Satsvarüpa: But if they won't chant, then neither will they train up in the varëäçrama. That's the easiest.

Prabhupäda: The chanting will be there, but you cannot expect that people will chant like Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

They cannot even chant sixteen rounds.
(ED: Srila Prabhupada thoroughly debunks the idea that he was introducing varnasrama dharma in our Society “for those who cannot follow the rules and regulations and chant sixteen rounds a day” i.e “the brahminical standard” etc. In reality it was introduced for HIS disciples at a certain stage of their steadfast development of Krsna consciouness and that of the Movement at that time. Others can learn by FOLLOWING.)

(And) these rascals are going to be Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Satsvarüpa: No. But if they at least will chant and take some prasäda.

(Ed: no excuse at least for the farming communities to avoid carrying out varnasrama)
Prabhupäda: Chanting will go on. That is not stopped.
B U T 
A T  THE  SA  ME   TIME
the varëäçrama-dharma MUST BE ESTABLISHED
to make the way easy.
Hari-çauri: Well, at least my own understanding was that the chanting was introduced in the age of Kali because varëäçrama is not possible.

Prabhupäda: Because it will cleanse the mind.

Chanting will not stop.
Hari-çauri: So therefore the chanting was introduced to replace all of the systems of varëäçrama and like that.

Prabhupäda: Yes, it can replace, but who is going to replace it? The... People are not so advanced. If you imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura to chant, it is not possible.

Satsvarüpa: We tell them go on with your job but chant also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Thäkaha äpanära käje, Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. Äpanära käja ki.
(ED: “Take shelter of the holy name as your only business AND do your work”)
Caitanya Mahäprabhu  recommended,  sthäne sthitaù.

(ED: “the Supreme Lord is conquered by REMAINING in one’s occupation and submissively hearing about Him from the pure devotee”)
And if they do not remain in the sthäna,
then the sahajiyä's chanting will come.
Just like the sahajiyäs also have got the beads and..., but they have got three dozen women. This kind of chanting will go on. Just like our (ED: name(s) withheld). He was not fit for sannyäsa but he was given sannyäsa. And ... women he was attached and he disclosed.

Therefore varëäçrama-dharma is required.
Simply  show-bottle will not do.
So the varëäçrama-dharma should be introduced  all over the world, and...
Satsvarüpa: Introduced starting with ISKCON community?
Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Brähmaëa, kñatriyas. There must be regular education.

Hari-çauri: But in our community, if the..., being as we're training up as Vaiñëavas...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...then how will we be able to make divisions in our society?

Prabhupäda: Vaiñëava is not so easy.
The varëäçrama-dharma should be

Hari-çauri: No, it's not a cheap thing.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore this should be made.
Vaiñëava, to become Vaiñëava, is not so easy.
IF Vaiñëava, to become Vaiñëava is so easy,

why so many fall down, fall down?
It is not easy.

The sannyäsa is for the HIGHEST   qualified brähmaëa.
And simply by dressing like a Vaiñëava,       that is... FALL DOWN.
Hari-çauri: So the varëäçrama system is like for the kaniñöhas, Kaniñöha-adhikäré.

Prabhupäda: Kaniñöha?

Hari-çauri: When one is only on the platform of neophyte

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Kaniñöha-adhikäré, yes.

Hari-çauri: Varëäçrama system is beneficial.

Prabhupäda: Kaniñöha-adhikäré means he must be a brähmaëa.
That is kaniñöha-adhikäré.
The spiritual life, 

kaniñöha-adhikäré, means he must be a qualified brahmana.
That is kaniñöha. 

What is esteemed as very high position in the material world, brähmaëa, that is kaniñöha-adhikäré. arcäyäm eva harayepüjäà yaù çraddhayehatena tad-bhakteñu cänyeñusa bhaktaù präkåtaù småtaù
The brähmaëa means from the material stage 

gradually he is elevated to the spiritual stage.

And  below the brähmaëa there is no question of Vaiñëava.

Hari-çauri: No question of?

Prabhupäda: Vaiñëavism.
çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù
puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù
hådy antaù-stho hy abhadräëi
vidhunoti suhåt satäm
By becoming a brähmaëa, hearing, hearing, hearing...

Or by hearing, hearing, hearing, he becomes a brähmaëa.
The other qualities, çüdra quality, kñatriya, vaiçya, means finished.
So then next stage is,

By this process, hearing...

Without becoming a brähmaëa nobody is interested to hear.

When these base qualities are finished almost, not complete,

So it is very difficult to bring, introduce varëäçrama, 

but  at least there must be some idea. 

Just like in the university, nobody is going to study higher mathematics, higher English literature. Nobody goes even in your country. The classes are almost vacant. But still, the government does not close it. The expenditure is high, but there is no student, no income. Therefore the professors coming to us, "Give us some student." You know that?

Satsvarüpa: Religion professors.

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, higher studies...

Satsvarüpa: Yes. "Send us some of your men."

Prabhupäda: Nobody is interested with higher study. They want some technological understanding so that they can 

earn money. That's all. This is only interest.

Satsvarüpa: In our ISKCON, one becomes a brähmaëa after a year. It's not very hard. Everyone becomes a brähmaëa. (?)
Prabhupäda: That is due to chanting. That lift very easily.

Hari-çauri: Where will we introduce the varëäçrama system, then?

Prabhupäda: I N our  Society,  amongst  our  members.
Hari-çauri: But then if everybody’s being raised to the brahminical platform...

Prabhupäda: NOT  EVERY  BODY.

Why you are  misunderstanding? 

Varëäçrama, 

not every bo-dy bräh-mana
Hari-çauri: No, but in our society practically everyone is being raised to that platform.(ED:?) So then one might ask what is...

Prabhupäda: That is... Everybody is being raised,

but they're falling down.
Hari-çauri: So then we should make it more difficult to get...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...brahminical initiation. After four or five years.

Prabhupäda: N OT nec ess  ary. You remain 
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as a kñatriya. You 'l l be h a …
Hari-çauri: No need for even any brähmaëa initiation, then...

Prabhupäda: No, no.

Hari-çauri: ...unless one is...

Prabhupäda: No, brähmaëa must be there. Why do you say, generalize?

Hari-çauri: Unless one is particularly...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...inclined.

Prabhupäda: Not that a çüdra man is by force
become a brahmana.
You cannot improve.

That is NOTpossible.

But EVEN IF he remains a çüdra and does accordingly,

he will get the same position as devotee.
Sva-karmaëä tam abhyarcya sam... 

He'll get the perfection.

At THE PRESENT MOMENT the idea is: if one remains a çüdra, then he cannot get perfection.

No. Even a çüdra can get perfection provided he does the work of a çüdra perfectly
Hari-çauri: For Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Therefore why a çüdra artificially
should be a brähmaëa?
Let them, let him remain a çüdra,

and if he follows strictly the rules and regulation of çüdra,

he'll also be  as good as  a brähmaëa.
The same example: Just like head is as important as my leg.

It is not that because it is leg, it is less important than my head.

And if you ask the head, "Do the work of a leg," it is impossible.

And if you ask the leg to work as a brain, that is impossible.
Let him remain brain, 

let him remain leg, and 

do your duty and 

you become perfect.

Satsvarüpa: Today you've been saying that the Vaiñëava is the highest, above the brähmaëa. But then we've also understood that everyone in ISKCON is a Vaiñëava.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Vaiñëava everyone, even if he's not brähmaëa. Jévera svarüpa haya nitya-kåñëa-däsa.

But you have to gradually  bring  him to that pure consciousness that "I am servant of Kåñëa." 

HERE the bodily conception is going on, 

"I am American," "I am Indian," "I am this," "I am that."

Satsvarüpa: If in our society we say, "Çréla Prabhupäda wants some to be çüdra..."

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. I don't want. I want everyone to become Vaiñëava.

But because he’s a çüdra, (“Everyone is sudra. Nobody’s brahmana, nobody’s..”)

it is not possible to bring him immediately
to the platform of brähmaëa, 

or Vaiñëava.
THERE FORE FALLING DOWN.

There fore system m u st be.
BUT EVEN IF  he remains  a çüdra, (Ed: doing the work of a sudra?)
he’s a  Vaiñëava. 
(ED: by the blessing of the brahmana Vaisnava Srila Prabhupada because he is assisting, pleasing and helping him through cooperation, as well as fulfilling his vows of chanting sixteen rounds daily and following the four regulaive principles?)

Hari-çauri: So we'd have to completely REVISE 

the  WHOLE system that we have now.
Prabhupäda: No.

(ED: Yes, eventually, “as we make progress”, because by  not  getting  the higher taste we keep falling down, so at the very least some (ONE?) ideal example(s) must be organized asap. before everything is lost.)

Whatever we have, that is all right.
(Ed: “for now”, i.e. at that time: “At the present moment the idea is”- see above)

BUT we see by experience that THEY’RE FALLING DOWN
There must be  systematic.
WHY falling down?
BECAUSE he was NOT FIT FOR THE POSITION,
THEREFORE HE HAS FALLEN.
Better remain in his position and become perfect.

Why artificially bring them? There is no need.
Kåñëa says. Bring that Bhagavad-gétä. Sve sve karmaëy abhirataù?

Hari-çauri:

sve sve karmaëy abhirataù saàsiddhià labhate naraù

sva-karma-nirataù siddhià yathä vindati tac chåëu

"By following his qualities of work, every man can become perfect. Now please hear from Me how this can be done."

Prabhupäda: Yes. He is çüdra, clerk. He can... as a çüdra, he can get the perfection.
Why he should artificially become
a brähmaëa and sannyäsé

and FALL DOWN?
This  has to be checked.
Hari-çauri: So that depends upon our men who are giving recommendations.

Prabhupäda: So that recommendation is not good. Bible is giving so many recommendation. He's also not following them. (laughs)

Hari-çauri: Following them. So how will we implement? Right now we have... Every temple president can...

Prabhupäda: That is supposed. Where there is no tree, a castor seed tree is very big tree. 

That is going on.
Satsvarüpa: If there's no tree?

Prabhupäda: You know castor seed tree, a plant? it does not grow.

Satsvarüpa: Small.

Prabhupäda: Small. So there is no banyan tree. It is taken--"Oh, it is very big."

Hari-çauri: I don't follow the analogy.

Satsvarüpa: In the complete absence of trees, then a small tree is considered big.

Hari-çauri: Oh. (laughs) Well, say, like here in Mäyäpura now we have a situation...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Why? 

Why one should stress to become big tree? 

Here it is clearly said even if you are small tree, you can get perfection.
SO  WE SHOULD TAKE  THAT.
Hari-çauri: So in Mäyäpura here now we have that situation, that so many...

Prabhupäda: EVERY WHERE, 

wherever, 

Mäyäpura or  anywhere 
Question is that here it is clearly said, sve sve karmaëy abhirataù.

Brähmaëa has his duty, 

kñatriya has his duty, 

vaiçya has his duty, 

çüdra has his duty. 

And if he performs his duty nicely, then
HE ALSO BECOMES PERFECT.
So why artificially he should be called a brähmaëa?
Let them do, according to çästra, the work of çüdra, or vaiçya.
He'll get the perfect. Perfection is not checked.
But why artificially he should be made a brähmaëa or

he should be made a sannyäsé and fall down and become a ludicrous?
That is the point.

Better let him live IN HIS POSITION and BECOME PERFECT.

That's good. That looks very nice. And that is possible. That is possible. Varëäçramäcäravatä puruñeëa paraù pumän viñëur ärädhyate. Viñëu, Lord Viñëu, can be worshiped if you perfectly follow the rules and regulation of four varëas and four äçramas. Here it is also said, sve sve karmaëi.
You work

you get perfection. (ED: read all the above references)

The perfection is available in your natural life.
Why should artificially you become unnatural and 

FALL DOWN and become ludicrous?
Perfection is not checked. (ED: see above “That has to be checked”)

Satsvarüpa: But in most of our temples, the duties are either Deity worship, brähmaëa...
Prabhupäda: Brähmaëas are available. Why you are bothering about this? Brähmaëas are also available, çüdras are also available.

Why çüdra should be artificially become a brähmaëa?
Satsvarüpa: What will the çüdras do in the big city temple, in all the temples?

Prabhupäda: Why you are bringing our temples? I am talking of the principle.

Satsvarüpa: Oh.

Hari-çauri: The principle we follow. We're just thinking how it can be implemented. 

You were saying that it should be started in our Society.
Prabhupäda: YES, that is a very broad idea. Now we are speaking of some of them, training them. That is another thing. That is small scale.
Hari-çauri: The principle we're following.

Prabhupäda: Yes. In the... For the big scale, this is the required. 

In big scale you cannot make all of them as brähmaëas or sannyäsés. No. That is not possible. This is a small scale. How many percentage of people of the world we are controlling? Very insignificant. But if you want to make the whole human society perfect, 

then this Kåñëa consciousness movement 

should be introduced according to the Kåñëa's instruction, 

(Ed:  “in our Society” among ourselves initially as an example of varnasrama on the farms, even though we may be brahmanas and sannyasis, and by giving up our indentification as such to learn and accept any role as servant we act as vaisnavas)

if you want to do it in a large scale for the benefit of the whole human society. 

Now we are picking up some of them, best. 

That is another thing. But Caitanya Mahäprabhu said para-upakära. Why a certain section should be picked up? The whole mass of people will get the benefit of it. Then it is required, systematic. Sve sve karmaëy abhirataù saàsiddhià labhate naraù.

Para-upakära means mass benefit, not there is certain section.

Then we have to introduce 
this varëäçrama-dharma.
It must be done perfectly, 

and it is possible 

and people will be happy.
Satsvarüpa: It requires powerful influence in the society to...

Prabhupäda: Yes. If the leaders of the society, they agree. They are barking like dogs in the United Nation. They should take rightly the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä. Then everything will be all right. They're simply barking like dogs. What benefit is there? What benefit people have derived from the United Nation? Nothing. So if they want actually world peace, world unity, they must take the formula given by Kåñëa. That is our duty. Because we are preaching Kåñëa consciousness, so our duty is to convince that "You are uselessly wasting your time for unity, for benefit of the human... 
You take this. You'll be happy." 
We are safe. 
We have taken to Kåñëa's lotus feet shelter. 
There is no doubt. 
But... Just like Prahläda Mahäräja. He said that "I am quite happy. I have no problem. But I am thinking of these rascals." Tato vimüòha-cetasa indriyärtha: "They have made the whole aim of life sense gratification." Indriyärtha. "And for that purpose, a few years, they're making huge arrangement, how we shall become happy?" And next life a dog. It is risky. 
So as Kåñëa conscious men, 
we should try to save them. That is the duty. But this civilization as it is going on is very risky. They do not know how nature's law is working, how he's going to be a dog next life. He does not know. Müòho näbhijänäti.
To save the mass people from falling down to the repetition of birth and death, that is welfare activity.

To save them by Kåñëa consciousness,

we have to keep this ideal at least,

VARNASRAMA
that "Here is the position."

Hari-çauri: At this time    should we try to introduce it    in our centers or not?

Prabhupäda: Always we shall  try.
Human society will be always there. We have to serve them, para-upakära. We have to keep them in the right position.

Hari-çauri: I just remember two or three years ago there was a thing... A pamphlet came out about introducing the varëäçrama system in the society, but actually nothing came of it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That time was not right. 

NOW you can do something.
Satsvarüpa: That was the beginning of emphasis on farms when Prabhupäda said that, when more and more farms start, the idea of the vaiçya. But nothing else happened.

Prabhupäda: Every  business is important. 

Brähmaëa business is important, kñatriya... Just like the body. Head is important; the arm is important; the belly is important. They must be kept in order. Just like I am in trouble because my belly is not working. Digesting power is not good. So in spite of brain, hand, and leg, I am diseased.

If any part of the Society remains diseased, 

the WHOLE Society will suffer. 

Therefore they must be maintained IN CORRECT ORDER. You cannot say if there is some trouble in the leg, "Neglect the leg. Take care of the brain." No. Brain will be taxed due to the pain in the leg. This is nature.

Therefore  everyone should be  kept in  order.

Then things will go on..

THAT is varëäçrama.
They do not know that. Sometimes they are giving stress... That communist is giving stress to the çüdra class, and the capitalist are giving to the belly class.

And what about the head? What about the arms? And therefore topsy-turvied. 

Everything is disorder.

There are two classes of men now--capitalist and communist. The communist is giving stress, "No. Simply the legs shall be taken care." What is called? Proly?

Hari-çauri: Proletariat.

Prabhupäda: What is that proletariat?

Satsvarüpa: The laborers.

Prabhupäda: That's all. These rascals are giving stress on the legs. And the capitalists, they are giving stress on production.

And where is the kñatriya and brähmaëa?
Hari-çauri: Well, they're all giving stress to accumulation of weapons. They're all giving stress to...

Prabhupäda: That is not kñatriya's business. 

That is... That is... No, that is described. Kåñëa said... He arranged the battlefield, because the kñatriyas, they became very powerful by individual military strength as it is now...

Hari-çauri: Accumulation.

Prabhupäda: Ha. So Kåñëa arranged: "All right, you come together and finish yourselves." So this arrangement will be done that all atomic bomb will come in warfield--one, next, third war, finished. All these, all these demons will be finished.

That is not kñatriya. This is demonic.

Kñatriyas' business  is to see
that  the four orders of life  are maintained properly,
not increasing military strength only, overburdened. Everyone is spending 75% of the revenue for military. Huh? Pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm. So they are demons. Why so much money should be spent for military? 

(Ed: or wasting laxmi to keep ourselves artificially in control rather than cooperate)

They are not kñatriyas. They are not kñatriyas. They are demons.

So demons... As soon as there will be number of demons increased, there will be war and finish all.

Hari-çauri: So at least if we successfully introduce the varëäçrama system in our own society, then when all the demons finish themselves...

Prabhupäda: At least... At least... At least they will see,

"This is the ideal."
Hari-çauri: Yes. Then if there is a war after that, it will be all right.

Prabhupäda: At least ideal must be there.

THAT WE ARE DOING.
Hari-çauri: This will more or less revolutionize the way we're running our centers. If we introduce it, it will more or less revolutionize the way we're running our centers.

Prabhupäda: Why? Why revolution?

Hari-çauri: Because right now our only emphasis is just to simply produce brähmaëas.
Prabhupäda: So why you are taking "we"? Why not others? 

This is kaniñöha-adhikäré. 

You are thinking of "we." That is kaniñöha-adhikäré. It is not that "we." Na tad-bhakteñu cänyeñu. You have to think for others also. 
Satsvarüpa: But the people are not at our disposal to organize.

Hari-çauri: We are thinking of "we" because actually we only have our own society at the moment to organize.

Satsvarüpa: We cannot approach the masses to organize.

Hari-çauri: It can't be implemented on such a big scale.

Prabhupäda: I do not follow what you say.

Satsvarüpa: Just like...

Prabhupäda: IDEAL. We are giving  THE IDEAL.
Satsvarüpa: But no one's listening and no one's taking it up except a few...

Prabhupäda: But  YOU take. Y O U   show them. (ED: in a limited example)

Hari-çauri: That's why we say, "we."

Prabhupäda: That "We said" means not we are going to take them, but we are simply giving the ideas. (Ed: through our own example) 

We are not going to be a çüdra.

(Ed: “WE” are going to surrender, become vaisnavas, cooperate to do without attachment whatever duty is necessary to follow Srila Prabhupada’s, Mahaprabhu’s and Krsna’s order to)

But to show the...

Just like you play in a drama. You are playing the part of a king. You are not a king.

Hari-çauri: No.

Prabhupäda: So similarly, just to give them idea,

we have to play like that.


Hari-çauri: Well, again, that's...

Prabhupäda: Not necessarily we are going to be çüdra. 

So that is IT. 

THAT is the thing.

We are servant  of Krsna.

That's all.
And as servant of Kåñëa,
we have to  execute
the order of Kåñëa.
Satsvarüpa: So we can ideally organize ourselves and then for the rest of the people all we can do is hope that they'll follow it.

Prabhupäda: YES.
Bhavänanda: Set the example.

Prabhupäda: EXAMPLE.
Just like Bhavänanda, when there was no commode here. He was taking my stool and urine. Does it mean he is a sweeper? He's a sannyäsé Vaiñëava.

Similarly, äpani äcari' jéve çikhäilä.
Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, "I am not a sannyäsé." But He took sannyäsa. Actually He is God, so what is the benefit of becoming a sannyäsé, for God? But He became that. (break)

In order to serve the mass of people,

to bring them to the ideal position,

we should try to introduce this varëäçrama,
not that we are going to be candidates of varëäçrama. (“without chanting’)
It is not our business. 
But to teach them
HOW the world will be in peaceful position
WE  HAVE  TO  INTRODUCE (February 14, 1977)
Conversation on Roof              February 14, 1977, Mayapur

This material world means so long we'll have a pinch of material desire, we'll have to take birth. Kåñëa will give us full facility to satisfy our senses in various ways. Ye yathä mäà prapadyante täàs tathaiva bhajämy aham [Bg. 4.11]. Full facilities. "Enjoy. But if you want my advice, then sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà... [Bg. 18.66]." That is Kåñëa's advice. And that, Kåñëa is ready to give all facilities for material enjoyment in different grades of life. Beginning from Brahmä down to the ant, everyone is engaged in this sense gratification. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm [SB 7.5.30]. Either you become a Brahmä or you become Indra or Candra or human being or cat or dog or ant or insect—the same business: ähära-nidrä-bhaya-maithunam, punaù punaù, again and again, the same business. So those who are engaged in the same business, so that is, Åñabhadeva said, "It is not good. What is the use of same business again and again. You are not disgusted?" To repeat the birth is very good business? To enter into the womb of some mother and remain there for some time in so packed up condition and suffering, to forget. But acts in such a way that he'll have to take birth again. Na sädhu manye. Åñabhadeva (says), "This is not good business." "Then what is wrong?" Just like some student in Hawaii University, "What is wrong if I become a dog?" This is education, university. They do not understand what is the wrong in this business of repetition of birth and death. So what is education? They cannot understand even that what is the suffering in birth and death. And repetition again and again and again, the same business, for ähära-nidrä-bhaya-maithunam, eating, sleeping, sex, and protection. He cannot understand. Punaù punaç carvita-carva... Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä ye bahir-artha-mäninaù [SB 7.5.31]. Through external energy they are trying to be happy. What is that happiness? Duräçaya. That's not happiness. That is misconception of happiness. So long you have to die and enter into the womb of a mother and again come out and again begin another chapter of life, what is this happiness? Hm? Müòho näbhijänäti mäm ebhyaù param avyayam. No, this is the position. So Åñabhadeva says, "It is not good business." Na sädhu manye. Now what is the wrong there? Just like the Hawaii student. Wrong is there that you'll get a body and to get body means suffering, any body, whatever body you'll get. Yata ätmano 'yam asann api. Although you can say, "All right, suffering, it will end with the body." Just like modern science. "Everything will be ended with the body." But not... It will appear in different way. But at least so long you live, you have to suffer. Asann api. The body will not endure, but the suffering will continue. That they do not understand. This is called mode of ignorance, müòha. 

So we should not lose the chance of ending our suffering. 

We must know what is the suffering. Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha [Bg. 13.9]. Duùkha means suffering. 

And the real suffering is to take birth and then again die. 

And between birth and death there is old age and disease. 

Who can deny it? Where is the scientist. "Yes, we shall end all this nonsense." (chuckling) Nobody can end it. It is not possible. But they are trying. Duräçaya. Hoping something which will never be fulfilled. Is it not? Their material adventure for mitigating suffering, will it be possible? (aside:) Bring some sugar cane, er, sugar candy. The mode of ignorance is very, very bad. Little more advance, mode of passion. Further advanced, mode of knowledge. Further advanced is spiritual position. Just see. This Kåñëa consciousness movement is trying to give the human society the best knowledge and they have combined together to oppose it. How mode of ignorance is prominent. The simple method is to hear about Kåñëa. That's it. Kértanäd eva kåñëasya [SB 12.3.51]. Simple. We have given so many books. Always we should hear about Kåñëa, speak about Kåñëa. Then this base quality, ignorance and passion, will go. Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù [SB 7.5.23]. So wherever you remain, you should continue this. Otherwise mäyä will attack. Ceto-darpaëa-märjanam [Cc. Antya 20.12]. Paraà vijayate çré-kåñëa-saìkértanam. So we should hold classes very repeatedly and preach. What is the complaint of the opposing party?

Prabhupäda: Hm hm. (break) Cats also do not disturb. But everyone is fully fed and happy. 

The first problem is eating. 

So if you produce like tons, this corn alone can feed everyone. It is so nice food. Corn you can smash, and the powder portion you can use as flour, and the portion which is not powder, the hard portion, you can use as rice. And it is more nutritious than flour, wheat flour, and ordinary rice, and very cheap, cheaper than the ordinary rice and cheaper than the ordinary wheat. But you can utilize it--both däl, bhäta. Vegetable and fat.

From milk you get so much fat. Complete food.

Bhavänanda: I was very impressed with that farm when I visited it. Nicest. I saw one little kitten in the barn, and there was milk coming out of the cow's milkbag and it was falling into the kitten's mouth.

Prabhupäda: Dropping.Just see. Such an important animal. And then, when she passes stool and urine, that is also nice. The milk is nutritious, the stool is useful; the urine is useful.
WHY this poor animal

What kind of civilization?

Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära [Cc. Ädi 9.41].

Be strong so that you  may not be  rascal,

and then you can do; others you can check. Otherwise, it will be impossible. How it is possible? A man is drowning. If you are strong enough, you can save. But if you also become drowned, then how you'll save him? So the everything is there.

Save yourself, save others.

This is our Kåñëa consciousness movement.
First of all save yourself;
THEN try to save others.

Or both things can go on simultaneously. The same example. If you want to save somebody who's drowning you must know that I may not be washed away. I have to remain strong; then I can save him." [ ]

Prabhupäda: In India the practice was hand grind daily. The women will do that. That's exercise for them, and they keep their body fit and beautiful.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oxen can also grind, I think. Can oxen also?

Prabhupäda: No, there is no need oxen. Individually, small grinding--chapki(?). And in the morning they chant Hare Kåñëa and grind. (sings) Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare. Hare Räma, Hare Räma, Räma Räma, Hare Hare... This is very nice process. Whatever they require for the day, they grind fresh. Very nice system. And actually, by this exercise, they keep their body beautiful.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Keeps them well engaged.

Prabhupäda: And engagement. Yaçodämäyi was doing that, even she is the queen of Nanda Mahäräja, what to speak of other women. Churning milk, grinding the wheat, this is their household. We have got that picture. Full engagement. Otherwise gossiping... [ ]

Prabhupäda: Similarly, we can develop farm here also.

Farm development is Kåñëa and Balaräma.
Kåñëa is tending cows, and Balaräma is plowing. 

Therefore the plow and flute, flute for tending cows and plow for agriculture—

Kåñëa-Balaräma. In Africa also you have got good opportunity for these farm projects. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. Farm project is very nice.
Kåñëa gives.
Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam.

This is economic problem solved. (Ed: all varnas eat via protected cows/bulls)

And brähmaëa, brain problem solved,(no sudra opinion singly or collectively)

and kñatriya, protection problem solved, (not dressed up rajanya dasyubhih)

and çüdra, labor problem solved. (prepared to help / regular supply of this food)

Four things

Cintämaëi-prakara-sadmasu kalpa-våkña. You get everything as soon as you desire it. You haven't got to work. That is spiritual world. In material world, to get your necessities you have to work. You get this flower, little working. You grow the seeds, put little water, and it will be... And in spiritual world, as soon as you desire, "I want this flower," it is ready. There also mäyä is working. Mäyä means energy, Kåñëa's energy. Here also energy is working. Béjo 'haà sarva-bhütänäm. Kåñëa is preparing the seed. 

You have to work little. You cannot prepare the seed. That is in Kåñëa's hand. You cannot prepare the seed in your so-called rascals' laboratory. That is not. Is it possible.? Hm? Why now they are so much proud with their scientific knowledge? Our Svarüpa Dämodara is convinced this so-called scientific knowledge is bogus.

So at any cost, I am still dictating. I'll go on dictating so long I live. That's all.

BUT this  is very nice program, our farm program.

(break) All night screaming, and they have to hear, the Indians.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Publicly.

Prabhupäda: Because they know the Indian Hindus, they have got sentiment for cow killing.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The priests are doing all rascal nonsense. Homosex.

Prabhupäda: They announced that...(?) There is a hospital for drunkard priest.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Alcoholic priests.

Prabhupäda: And they have introduced gambling.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And homosex.

Prabhupäda: Homosex, what is that religion? And they're passing to homosex, religion. They're getting married man to man. Most degraded.

Hari-çauri: There's no difference between the behavior of a priest and the behavior of a gross atheist...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: ...except he's dressed as a priest.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Dress only.
Hari-çauri: But they have exactly the same mentality.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Business.

Hari-çauri: It's simply a way of making a livelihood.

Prabhupäda: That is everywhere. Here also.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is there some mention in the Bhägavatam about this, that the religious men will wear only the clothes to make a profit? That people will wear religious clothing simply for making profit? Now religion is a good business. They take it like that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Good business.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They exploit the sentiment.

Tamäla Kåñëa: A man, when he thinks of his occupation, he thinks, "I can still get married and be the leader of the church. I'll get married, have a family, and this will be my profession, to be a priest."

Hari-çauri: Yes. That's what it is. It's a profession only.

Prabhupäda: Profession. [ ]

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...society is growing on that principle.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This I want to increase more and more. No money in the bank. In the books. And as soon as there will be stock of book, it has to be sold. Otherwise you will starve. (chuckling) That I want.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That will force the book sales to increase. The manager...

Prabhupäda: You may take it as business or whatever you like. 

I am not taking anything. (Ed: what to speak of the book distributors)

You are selling five to six lakhs daily?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So my royalty would have been one lakh, fifty thousand daily. Big authors, they take twenty-five percent. So that is not the ambition, but my ambition is these books shall be sold. That's all. Whole... Every house should have our books, every gentleman, in any language. It doesn't matter. That is our propaganda. Now you are getting all languages, so we can capture the whole world.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Increase the book sales more and more.

Prabhupäda: And we are getting success, at that. There is no question of discouragement. [ ]

Tamäla Kåñëa: These two püjärés, the two brothers...

Prabhupäda: They're ideal.

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...they look like they're out of the Caitanya-caritämåta. They appear as two persons right out of that book.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Very good boys.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Vaikuëöha men.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. They do not know  except the duty.Very good boys.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Perfect team of brothers.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Therefore Kåñëa has brought them here in Mäyäpura. Previously they were advanced, all of you.
You are simply born because the mission was to be started.
Just like in Yadu-vaàça Kåñëa ordered all the devotee demigods to "Go and take birth there to help Me." Similarly, you are also...

You were born in Europe, America, to help THIS.

Otherwise you were devotees in your past lives. I have explained that in my recent writings.

The purport was mäm eti: goes to Kåñëa where His pastime is going on, and then they are transferred to the original. So all the devotees picked up and they were placed together where Kåñëa is having His pastimes in either of these innumerable universes. He's going on. Just the moving... The sun is moving--little, little, little. So Kåñëa's pastimes go on--this universe, that universe, that universe, that universe. In some universe He's present. In all universes present, that is called nitya-lélä.
So those who are advanced, perfect devotees, 

first of all they are sent there and then, further trained up, they enter. Mäm eti. 

Just like after passing the administration examination he's made one assistant of some magistrate, and then gradually he'll be promoted up to the high court judge.

Hari-çauri: When we were in New York this last summer you said that the spiritual master also has associates who appear along with him to help him in his mission.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa wants His assistants; 

the spiritual master also requires assistant. 

Everything is going on under Kåñëa's direct supervision. 

Mayädhyakñeëa prakåtiù süyate sa-caräcaram.

And see that books are not wasted, not stolen, neglected.

Jayapatäkä: Western are all are like asses?

Prabhupäda: No, not asses. Yes, müòhas. (chuckles) And anäcära, misbehaved.
Jayapatäkä: Anäcära, misbehaved.

Prabhupäda: Misbehaved. So this is the words of Caitanya Mahäprabhu. From India, the more you go to the Western side, you'll find all fools, rascals, and misbehaved. Paçcimera loka saba müòha anäcära. If you become impartial, you'll understand Him. Not clean, eating all, everything nonsense, they do not..., have no brain to understand spiritual life. Are they not müòha anäcära? Hm? What do you think?

Prabhupäda: No, their attention should be in chanting. 

And produce their own food, agriculture. And as soon as they get English education, then... Not "as soon as," but not all of them are fit for being educated. It is not possible. They are çüdra class of men. What he will be educated? 

Çüdra, (Ed: UNDER supervision)

vaiçya, they should learn how to plow, how to produce food. 

They are thinking otherwise, that "Plowing is great labor. If we educate our boys in English, they can go to the city. Immediately they get some..."

Tamäla Kåñëa: "Get more money, work less."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Actually it is not the position, but they're thinking like that. 

Everyone wants to work less and get more money. 

That is Marshall's theory of economic impetus. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. "Why shall I work? I am working for my own..., for the village."

Prabhupäda: Most sinful.

Prabhupäda: Australia.

Hari-çauri: ...New Zealand.

Prabhupäda: Therefore the world is suffering, so much sinful activities.

Even it is not possible to introduce this movement in a large scale, 

there is no harm.

Anyone who takes it, he is happy.

And it is India's duty to keep this ideal, Indian people's duty, government's duty. That will keep India's prestige in the highest level. Make propaganda like that. Why India should be lowered down unnecessarily while we have got so much stock of knowledge, scientific knowledge? Am I right?

Prabhupäda: How I can... 

Main business is how to... Gaura-väëé-pracäriëe.
"Let them first of all, somehow or other, yena tena prakäreëa.
Then I shall impose  rules and regulations and regulative..." (Ed: whole varnasrama)
He has... You have not seen from the very beginning. They have seen. I worked very hard. Two times lectures, cooking, and meeting and twenty-four-hours writing book, typing. Not a single moment, and still I am not wasting single moment.
Tamäla Kåñëa: No. Always thinking of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: I was giving two tapes daily.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I remember.

Prabhupäda: Two tapes daily regularly. Bhagavad-gétä and Bhägavata. Sometimes Brahmänanda was typing, sometimes Satsvarüpa, sometimes one boy, Neil, he was typing. He was very good typist.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Stryadhéça.

Prabhupäda: Sometimes in San Francisco one girl was typing. I was giving them sufficient work. Hayagréva was typing.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You had everyone busy trying to keep up. Even now I see that you're not at all wasting a second. Even in the middle of the night you call...

Prabhupäda: No, that, my... This is my childhood practice.

I do not like to see anything wasted, nor I waste. 
I have told you many times that on the street I am going and seeing tap is open. I don't liked to see. I stop. Why it should be wasted?

Tamäla Kåñëa: You taught us like that. Go around turning off the lights, things like that.

Prabhupäda: Dr. Bose, Kartik Chandra Bose, his father was a go-down clerk in a tanner position(?). So in go-down, däl go-down, däl was falling down from the bag. Dr. Bose, Kartik Chandra Bose, he was a boy, he was taking the däl and trying to push within the hole. So his father's name was Prasana(?) Bose. His master was a European. He said, "Oh, this boy will be very big man, your son." So he had no idea how to save it, but he was trying to. Dr. Bose personally told me that "I was trying to push the däl through the hole within the bag." 

That is not possible, but he did not want to see waste. Why things should be wasted? Immediately that Mr. Morrison said to Prasana Bose, "Your this child will be..." 

So I had the same tendency. Dr. Bose liked me very much. Very much. He found me a prototype boy.

Tamäla Kåñëa: More than his own sons.

Prabhupäda: Of course, own son is own son, but he liked me very much, very, very much. He selected.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Above other more senior men.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes, selected me. "Someday I shall appoint him manager." [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. So he treated... Although my mother was first cousin, he treated my mother as younger sister. In that way he liked my father also, myself. That gentleman and one Dr. Kartik Chandra Bose, and two--one, my own father and my Guru Mahäräja. I knew that. He liked me. He liked me from the very heart. Guru Mahäräja liked me. I know. By his blessing it is, everything has happened. I was not worth. What did I...? I do not know why he liked. I was not worth. There were so many disciples. And still, he liked me.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He could see how pure you were.

Prabhupäda: Maybe. Out of his affection, it is his good will. He can like anyone, any dog, doesn't matter. But I know he liked me. Anyone, by his choice of free will, he can love any damn thing. It doesn't matter. That is called kåpä-siddhi. "I like this man. This man must be prominent." That is his will. It doesn't matter on qualification. So all these people, they liked me not on my qualification, but out of affection, out of good will. (laughs) Other, a woman. Woman means my mother-in-law. She was woman. Out of affection for her daughter, she would sacrifice everything for the..., so that her daughter may not be unhappy.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Your mother-in-law. You said that when you took sannyäsa, she could not take it.

And the cows will give you nice milk, and from milk you can get butter, ghee, yogurt, so many nice sweetmeat.

And there is ghee, and here is food grain, then you make kacuri, puri, samosä. Then sufficient foodstuff, nice, palatable, nutritious.

First necessity is ähära. You get sufficient ähära. (Ed: EATING)
THEN make little cottage for shelter. (Ed: sleeping)

Just like there is rainfall. Now you require little... (thunder sounds) Ähära, nidrä, bhaya, and sex. So marry. (Ed: mating)

Then the whole problem is solved.

And then, rest time you save and advance in Kåñëa conscious...
THIS is civilization.
Why you cre ate unnecessary necessities of life and become complicated and forget Kåñëa?
What is this civilization? Rascal civilization.

Instead of giving protection to the cows, YOU are cutting the throat. 

(Ed: indirectly by buying milk and foodgrains from the slaughterhouse shop)

Is that civilization? 

So this is a civilization of duñkåtina, 

means mischief monger.

Room Conversation re: New Govardhana                    February 25, 1977, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: Cheese. And you produce in the farm milk and utilize and give the cows protection.

Bali-mardana: Yes. I was thinking that we should not increase the cows too many in the beginning...

Prabhupäda: No.

Bali-mardana: ...because I want to make sure they are maintained nicely.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Maintain means fodder. Grow fodder. They will eat that leaf. [ ]

Prabhupäda: For making devotees. 

It is not for business. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Arrange all this. 

Our philosophy is 

"Eat nicely, live nicely and advance in Kåñëa consciousness." 

First problem is eating. 

That we shall supply, no problem. Eating and clothing we shall give. And shelter. Make this propaganda. They put this logic, "If we chant Hare Kåñëa, who shall earn? Who will earn for us?" The Indians, they do that. Rascals, they do that. They do not know Kåñëa provides. So we give them that "You... I give you shelter, food, cloth. Chant Hare Kåñëa."

Bali-mardana: Full program.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali-mardana: Everything provided. Wherever we open these farming communities, people then they respect us.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali-mardana: Say, "Oh, you are doing something."

Prabhupäda: THAT  IS  KRSNA'S  ORDER, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. (break)

He is also important.

Bali-mardana: The government there is changing every few months, new government.

Prabhupäda: If you can
introduce this system, varëäçrama, then it will establish. 

No more change. This is a rascal's government, this democracy. [ ]

Prabhupäda: You can develop similar places. Land is so cheap.

Bali-mardana: Oh, yes. Australia...

Hari-çauri: There's so much land in Australia.

Bali-mardana: Soon as we have our center...

Prabhupäda: In Africa also, land is cheap.

The African people are nice. Everywhere they are nice. These rascal leaders make them bad. In Russia also they have nice people.

Prabhupäda: Why not do this business, guaranteed by Kåñëa?

Bali-mardana: By your grace it is all possible. By your grace.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (laughs) You do this.

Bali-mardana: I think the potency is all coming from you.

Prabhupäda: No, it is there. (Ed: in sastra)

I am simply trying to place before you. That's all.

Bali-mardana: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda.

Hari-çauri: Thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda. (break)

Prabhupäda: Do this. What is my idea I have given. Hm, Yes. [ ]

Tamäla Kåñëa: You were saying the cows, when they know there is something there, they stay away.

Prabhupäda: No. They can understand that "These people are going to kill us. 

These people will not kill us." They can understand. You know that when I was in America some incident took place, that some slaughterhouse livestock, the..., somehow or other, it was open, and they were fleeing away, going away. Something happened. They were going up on the slaughterhouse, and some of them were shooted.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The cows were running away?

Prabhupäda: Hm. Unless they could understand that "We are kept here for being slaughtered," why they were running away?

Tamäla Kåñëa: They speak of peace, such nonsense. How can they expect peace when they're slaughtering?

Prabhupäda: All do. 

It is very, very demons',  the Western civilization. 

No social structure, no mercy. All good qualities devoid. 

Simply animals  in  good  dress. That's all. (end)
Evening Darsan                       February 25, 1977, Mayapur

Prabhupäda: ...earning and cow  protection. 

You  MU ST do it. 

The other day I was explaining that not from economic point of view, 

even the cows do not supply milk, 

still, they should be protected.

Bali-mardana: Hm. Just to protect them.

Prabhupäda: Because that stool and urine is also useful. Cow is so important. 

They'll eat and they'll pass stool and urine. That is also important. 

If they supply milk, it is well, very good. 

Otherwise the stool and urine is also important. 

From that point of view we should give protection. So they are doing this cow slaughter business. (aside:) For you. Therefore they are suffering so much. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Anyway, you maintain cows and get ghee. (Ed: from the surplus milk)
Bali-mardana: When we were flying over Australia when you first came there, you pointed down and you said...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali-mardana: "You just get some land here and..."

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali-mardana: "...maintain cows and all..."

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. You remember it.

Bali-mardana: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bali-mardana: So I was thinking, "I must fulfill this instruction."

Prabhupäda: Pürëam idam. Everything is complete by the arrangement of Kåñëa. Simply we mismanage. That's all. I do not know why people are engaged with politics, fighting, and so on, so on. By Kåñëa's grace everything is complete.

You eat sufficiently, you be strong and

keep your health good and chant Hare Kåñëa.

This is the arrangement.
These rascals, they have created civilization, simply animosity--fighting, politics. This is Kali-yuga. Kali means simply unnecessarily fights. There is no need of fighting, but they'll create a situation, fighting. That's all. This is Kali-yuga, unnecessarily. Why politics? Why so much discussion, barking in the United Nations?

Kåñëa has given the formula. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. 

In America, Australia, Africa, they can produce so much grain that ten times of the population as it is now can be maintained. Similarly, Australia can produce ghee. So by Kåñëa's arrangement everything is all right, the economic problem. Why they create this situation and occasionally fight and finish the whole...? Such a rubbish civilization, räkñasa, unnecessarily increasing military power and spending all the revenues. Russia spends sixty-five percent--unnecessarily. And still starving. So this is müòha, duñkåtina. Duñkåtina, only engaged in sinful activities, duñkåtina, and rascals, müòha, narädhama. He got the opportunity of this human life, and it misusing unnecessarily--narädhama. And their university education--mäyayäpahåta, useless knowledge, useless. Apahåta-jïäna. Actually they have no knowledge. Why? The only fault is there is no God. Äsuraà bhävam äçritäù. So one... That is the basic fault. Everyone is trying: "There is no God. Science." This is the basic principle. So the whole human society is suffering on account of these fools and rascals.

So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is para-upakära,
how to bring them in peaceful condition,  in  normal mental condition,

and make this life successful by chanting Hare Kåñëa.

So we have to do it very carefully.

It is para-upakära.
So always remember this fact, that they are..., the whole world is being controlled by äsuraà bhävam äçritäù, atheist class of men, and people are suffering everywhere. But Kåñëa also descends when such condition prevailing. Yadä yadä hi dharmasya glänir bhavati. 
So now Kåñëa has descended in His name. Näma-rüpe kåñëa-avatära.

Evening Darsan                        February 26, 1977, Mayapur                                                         

Prabhupäda: Dhéra means who is restful, not restless; dhéra, whose brain is cool, sober. Just like a high court judge. He is sitting simply, and the cäparäsé, he is busy. The cäparäsé gets, say, two hundred rupees, and he gets five thousand rupees. But he is doing nothing, a dhéra, 'cause his importance is many, many times greater than the cäparäsé. So dhéra means sober. If we become sober, not restless, then it is possible to understand. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. 

There are two classes: dhéra and adhéra. 

Adhéra means always foolishly busy, and dhéra means sober. 

He's trying to understand what is God. That is dhéra.
Guest (1): That is actually what we have always taught, you know, to do it. Karmaëy evädhikäras te.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Karmaëy evä...
Guest (1): (Sanskrit)

Prabhupäda: No, simply you do not quote that verse. You first begin from ABCD. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. Unless you begin ABCD, you cannot go, immediately jump up to the M.A. class.

Guest (1): No, that karma itself is not something...

Prabhupäda: No, why do you quote karma? Why you do not quote the beginning, the beginning of ABCD? If you have no knowledge of the ABCD, then karma... The monkey is also very busy, jumping, but as soon as a monkey comes, "Eh! Get out! Get out! Get out!" But he is thinking he's very busy. That, such kind of karma, will simply create disturbance. We must know what is karma. Karmaëo hy api boddhavyam. We should understand what is karma. So anyway...
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Prabhupäda: It is said, imaà räjarñayo viduù. (aside:) If there are outsiders, they should be given plate. (break) The dhéras tatra na muhyati. Imaà räjarñayo viduù. These words are there. Actually to understand this Kåñëa philosophy, it is not for ordinary person.

Brahmänanda: What is the qualification for understanding?

Prabhupäda: These things are there. Imaà räjarñayo viduù. The räjarñi means the topmost class. Räja means government or the king. So simply the government man or the king will not suffice. He must be åñi, saintly person. So, topmost man in the society, at the same time, he must be saintly. That is the qualification of understanding Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñëa uses this word, imaà räjarñayo viduù.
Brahmänanda: Sometimes we see that an Indian, he's living at least a more saintly life than the life that we have led, but sometimes we are more qualified to hear than some Indian men.

Prabhupäda: Yes, because you have got qualification--dhéra. What I say, you hear with patience. And those who are adhéra, they cannot. Sometimes... Aye. (someone enters) You can come this side. (break) Two words is very important. One is, that in the beginning one must be dhéra, not restless. Restlessness is for the animal, or a child. He is restless. He cannot understand. An animal, a cat and dog... Sometimes they remain very silent before the master, but not always. Their habit is not silent. So this understanding, that "I am not this body," is not possible for, say, restless person, that "I am not this body." It is specially mentioned in the Bhagavad-gétä, dhéra. He must not be a restless animal, always busy. Just like monkey. Monkey is always busy. But as soon as the monkey comes, everyone knows he is very busy. He can jump very nicely. And immediately they take a stick, "Get out! Get out! Get out!" Busy fool. Fool, if he remains little silent, so he does less harm. But if he is busy, he is more harmful. So this is the position at the present moment, that people are kept in the animal civilization and they are busy. So they are creating more harm. It is not for the good of the society. They are creating more harm. This dehätma-buddhi is the conception of the animals.

So this dehätma-buddhi, "I am this body," is very strong at the present. They think dehätma-buddhi, extended, is very good. And that I was speaking, that a person is taking care of his own body or own dress, but they say, "We shall not take care of my body but for others body also, my son's body, my grandson's body, my relative's body." So that means extending the activities of taking care of the dress. So that I said, that a washerman is taking care of many people's dress, but that does not mean that he is very elevated man. He is nothing but a washerman. But people are interested to take care of the dress. This body is described in the Bhagavad-gétä as dress. Väsäàsi jérëäni yathä vihäya. We are changing the dress. And so long we are interested with dress of the body, not of the body, so the person who has got this body will remain animal. Sa eva go-kharaù. So people are not prepared even to hear about this distinction, that "I am not this body; you are not this body." The modern civilization has trained up, educated people, in such a way that the more you think yourself, "I am this body--'I am American,' 'I am Indian,' 'I am brähmaëa,' 'I am this, I am that' "--and you feel and act like that and create trouble like that, then you are called civilized. Is it not? This is the defect of modern civilization. The more you keep yourself in the darkness of accepting this body as yourself--national feeling, social feeling, family feeling, community feeling--then... But we are speaking from a different platform. Our movement is Kåñëa consciousness. So Kåñëa begins His teaching from a different platform. He begins from the platform of the soul. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. His teaching to Arjuna begins, first of all convincing him that "You are not this body." And He's describing the nature of the soul--na jäyate na mriyate vä kadäcin na hanyate--in so many ways, adähyo 'yam açoñyo 'yam, so many.

Let him go to hell, I don't mind.

But why they are misleading others?

That is the greatest harm they have done.

We attack them only for this reason.

Otherwise, individually, you go to hell. 

Who cares for you? 

But in the name of science and becoming a scientist, you are misleading others. Andhä yathändhaiù. You are blind rascal, and you are leading other blind men. Why you are doing these harmful activities? You are admitting that you are blindly believing. So you are blind. You remain blind if you don't accept knowledge. Why you are trying to lead other blind men? Let them have knowledge. They have got the opportunity, this human form of life. This is the opportunity to get knowledge. And you are keeping them in darkness. Is that service to the human? [ ]

Dr. Sharma: And these people, they are very learned in their chosen fields, and they are Kåñëa conscious, and they are really keen to do it with enthusiasm, to turn the tide back.

Prabhupäda: They have sacrificed their lives. They are scientists, they could earn lots of money, but they do not care for it. They have dedicated their lives. In America they could earn lots of money, such a qualified person.

But they did not care for money. They care for the truth.

That is real brähmaëa. Brähmaëa does not care for money.

Knowledge. Satya çamo damas titikñä ärjavaà jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam. The truth. That is brähmaëa.

Dr. Sharma: And they are living like brähmaëas in, you know, so... Bhagavän also has taken out time to protect the brähmaëa.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa...
Dr. Sharma: Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca jagad-dhitäya kåñëäya govindäya...
Prabhupäda:

His first business is to give protection to the brähmaëas and the cows. Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. Jagad-dhitäya.
Next, welfare of the others.
First, Kåñëa says specifically, kåñi-go-rakñya.
He gives specific instruction: go-rakñya, protect cows. 

(Hindi) Somebody was speaking to me that some great astrologer long ago predicted the Russia will be first-class theist in future. Who was speaking that?

Devotee (1): What?

Gopäla Kåñëa: That the Russia would be first-class theist.

Devotee (1): I don't know.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The atheists, when they are convinced, they become first-class theist. One of my teachers used to say that anyone who is not easily convinced, he does not forget easily also. And one who easily understands, he easily forgets. So the Russians, they are strong. You cannot convince them by bogus dogmatic theories.

Svarüpa Dämodara: That's very true. Scientists, once they are convinced, it is also very difficult to...

Prabhupäda: Yes. He is not easily convinced, then easily he does not forget.
Dr. Sharma: I've always said, teach the Russians that we have our own brand of communism or socialism.

Prabhupäda: Yes, I have already explained.

Dr. Sharma: Yävad... (Sanskrit) The amount of material you need to fill your belly, that is your own. You can call only that much you own. If you think you own something more, you are a thief and you should be punished. That's what Bhägavata says. This is the highest kind of socialism one can...

Prabhupäda: This is real socialism. God is the supreme father. Everyone has got right to live at the cost of the father's property. But you cannot take more than that. Then you are a thief. Take whatever you... And even by nature you will find. You just immediately throw one bag of rice, so many birds will come. And they will take one or two grain or something... They will go away. And the human being, oh, he will take five shares, he will take ten shares. And within one hour, ten mounds of rice will be finished. The birds and beasts will not do that. Whatever he actually requires, they will take from there. Therefore they are not subjected to the sinful activities.

Only human beings are subjected to sinful activities. 

But he has got developed consciousness and misusing it. There is no sinful activities for animals lower than the human being. There is no sin. Because they are under the laws of nature, the animals.

And as soon as one becomes developed conscious human being,

if he does not know 
the çästra and guided by spiritual master,

he will do all nonsense. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma.

Vikarma, ALL sinful activities.

Only for sense gratification. Mad after sense gratification. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma. And what is the purpose of doing so many sinful activities? Yad indriya-prétaya, only for sense gratification. There is no other aim. Åñabhadeva says, "No, no, don't do this." So who is giving protection to these rascals who are educated to act sinfully? That is in Bhägavata. "No, no." Na sädhu manye. "This is not good." "But why not good? Let me enjoy." "No, you will not enjoy. You will create another body for suffering." Yata ätmano 'yam asann api kleçada äsa dehaù. You are already suffering. You have got this body. You are already suffering on account of your past activities. And you are creating again another body for suffering. So it is not good. They do not know. (Hindi) Four-wheel dogs. That is advancement of civilization. The dog is running with four legs, and he is running with four wheels. Dag-dag-dag-dag-dag. Where you are going? And this is their scientific advancement. Competition with dog. Otherwise what they have done?

The ant hill, and four-legged wheel.

That's all. Four wheel legs. This is animal civilization.

Without knowing the aim of life, living in big, big skyscraper building, "I am king." 
And running like dogs with four wheel car, Mercedes. 

This is dog civilization. It is not human civilization.

Human civilization begins when they take Kåñëa's instructions: cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù.
Divide the whole human society into four divisions and

let them cooperatively act for the benefit of God.
That is civilization. There civilization begins. 

Otherwise, what is the difference between dog and the human being? There is no difference. The leaders are teaching, "Feel like Indians." As a dog is feeling, "I am bulldog." This is our leaders. (Hindi)

Totally different from what is the situation outside. You have been in the news at the festival. I decided to try and see you. There is a lot of curiosity as to what the movement is about. Not only here, but abroad. A lot of controversy. I would like to know how this movement started, what gave you the idea. What is the background? And why it was called the Kåñëa consciousness movement? Is it a return to something very fundamental?

Prabhupäda:
This movement is started to give  something to  the whole human society about
the  R E A L culture.
And that is India's prerogative. India can give it. The whole world is in darkness of ignorance. So India was expected after independence to give the real knowledge. But instead of giving the real knowledge, they became 

victimized by their glimmer of material civilization. 

So I wanted that such a magnificent gift from the side of India, it shall remain uncontributed to the world, let me try. This is my... 

This culture is  based on  Bhagavad-gétä, Kåñëa. Therefore it is named Kåñëa consciousness. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Real Bhagavad-gétä should be studied.

People should  make life  Bhagavad-gétä
and preach all over the world.

THIS IS OUR MOVEMENT. [ ]

This is beginning. When Kåñëa began to instruct, began instructing Arjuna about Bhagavad-gétä, the first chastisement was given to Arjuna that "You are talking like a paëòita, but you are a rascal."

Mr. Koshi: Because you are a...?

Prabhupäda: "Because you are a rascal. Because you are giving stress on the body." Açocyän anvaçocas tvam [Bg. 2.11]. The body is a lump of matter. It is not the subject matter for discussing or lamenting. It is a lump of matter. Now this, what is called...

Mr. Koshi: Machine. Tape recorder.

Prabhupäda: This machine, so long it is working, it is valuable. If it does not work, what is the value? Throw it out. Similarly, the machine is not important, but so long it is working, it is important. So we must know what is that working principle. That is knowledge. So generally, people, they are embarrassed with the machine, this body. But they do not know what the power in the machine. Am I right or wrong?

Mr. Koshi: Hm.

Prabhupäda: This is a wrong type of civilization. 

A civilization of ignorance. Animal civilization. Just like animals: the cat, the dog, the cow, he does not know what is the working principle in the body. So he is jumping and running as a dog, as a cat, and he appears to be very busy. Similarly, the modern civilization, they are jumping and running like cats and dogs, but does not know what is the principle which is helping him to jump and run. That is the beginning of Bhagavad-gétä. Asmin dehe dehinaù. The active principle is there within this body. So who knows it? Ask big, big leaders, big, big scholars of Bhagavad-gétä. They are concerned with this body. Nobody is interested with the active principle within the body. So what do they know about Bhagavad-gétä? The basic principle is wrong. Kåñëa is speaking on the subject matter within the body, the active principle. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe [Bg. 2.13]. Asmin dehe. The dehé, the owner of the body, is there. Who knows it? Tell me. This is the beginning of Bhagavad-gétä lesson. But one does not know that what is the important thing in this body. Not this machine, but the power that is driving the machine. And still, they are proud of becoming scholar on Bhagavad-gétä, knower of Bhagavad-gétä and so on, so on. This is going on. This misconception. They are themselves in ignorance, and they are keeping their followers in ignorance. Therefore no benefit has been derived from this culture of Bhagavad-gétä. We wanted to give it to the world. This is the purpose.

Mr. Koshi: This is what you have tried to do. Why is it necessary to concentrate on this name, "Kåñëa"?

Prabhupäda: First of all, you understand what is the importance of this movement. Then you will understand Kåñëa. First of all, you have to know what is the important things are there. One thing is this bodily machine and the other thing is the power within the machine.

Mr. Koshi: The driving force.

Prabhupäda: But you do not know what is the power. You are simply embarrassed with the machine. So just try to understand your position in ignorance. As soon as the power within machine is gone, it is useless. Everything is thrown away, a lump of matter. So who is culturing higher...

Mr. Koshi: (Hindi) Çréla Prabhupäda, Bhaktivedanta Prabhupäda. (introduces Indian to Çréla Prabhupäda)

Prabhupäda: Betiye, sit down.

Indian (1): No, he has come to pay respect to you.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. But wait. Let him come in. 

The point is that if you keep yourself in ignorance, then what is the use of advancing further? 

If your basic principle is calculated wrong, then whatever you construct on that wrong background, everything is WRONG. 

One mistake done in the beginning, then plus minus, plus minus, 

ultimately it is WRONG. 

So our Kåñëa consciousness means that 

unless you take seriously what Kåñëa says, 

you are simply jumping like animals. 

This is Kåñëa consciousness. 

First of all, you understand your position, what Kåñëa says. Then go ahead. 

You do not understand the basic principle what Kåñëa says and you are declaring yourself, "I am reading Bhagavad-gétä and Bhagavad-gétä is my life," and so on.

Mr. Koshi: Would you say that this is a return to this Bhagavad-gétä?

Prabhupäda: Yes. This culture is purely Bhagavad-gétä. 

Therefore we have given the name "Kåñëa consciousness." What Kåñëa said, take it.

Mr. Koshi: Is it somewhat similar to the... [break]

Prabhupäda: We are preaching what Kåñëa says. We do not mind what others says. There may be similarities, there may not be similarities. It doesn't matter. But we are concerned with the instruction that Kåñëa says. I haven't got to tally what Kåñëa says and what you say. I have no business to do that. We are simply concerned what Kåñëa says. Now if you like, you can take it. If you don't like, you take your own. But we are speaking only on Kåñëa. So our lamentable subject matter, subject is that India has got so great exalted knowledge on Bhagavad-gétä, and the government has got Cultural Department, and all leaders, at least they are supposed to give support to Bhagavad-gétä. Why they are not taking seriously and give it to the...? And they are taking it seriously. My single attempt to preach the teachings of Bhagavad-gétä as it is, they are accepting it all over the world. Why not give it an organized way. All the Indian leaders, they are simply imitating jumping like the Western people.
Mr. Koshi: But there will be the accusation that being a secular state...

Prabhupäda: Secular, pecular this is... Knowledge is knowledge. We cannot compromise. Knowledge is knowledge. It cannot be changed because there is secular, pecular. Knowledge is knowledge. Just like this asmin dehe dehino 'smin. What is secular knowledge? It is knowledge for everyone. Within this body the active principle is there. And the secular knowledge says "No, no, the active principle is outside." We have to accept it? Knowledge is knowledge. Two plus two is equal to everyone, everywhere. It is four.

Mr. Koshi: But those who do not subscribe to this process...

Prabhupäda: Who do not subscribe, if they say "Five," shall we have to take it?

Mr. Koshi: No, I agree. I agree.

Prabhupäda: Then why...? What is this? This is nonsense. Two plus two equal to four. It will be accepted by everyone. Every scientist, every mathematician. And if by vote, secular state, "It is five" or "It is six," shall we have to accept it? We have to accept knowledge as it is. Why you say secular or not secular?

Mr. Koshi: No, I think it is a question of accepting a concept of...

Prabhupäda: No concept. It is science. It is not... Try to understand this. "Two plus two" is science. It is not concept.

Mr. Koshi: I know that. But let us look at it this way. You are saying that Kåñëa is important, but somebody else says that somebody else is important.

Prabhupäda: If Kåñëa is important, why shall He not be taken?

Mr. Koshi: If somebody else says that Jack is important...

Prabhupäda: Somebody. What is that somebody? Is he a scientist? Is he a philosopher? Is he advanced? Any loafer class man say anything.

Mr. Koshi: There are scholars from other religions also.

Prabhupäda: Then you do not understand the standpoint. 

We have to understand the active principle of life. 

So why other scholars will disagree? Then he is not a scholar. 

Let us come to the scientific point of view. 

We have to understand what is the active principle within this machine. It is equally important to all scholars. That we have to preach. They may say that "Your Kåñëa; our this." No. That knowledge Kåñëa is giving for everyone. And it is accepted by everyone. They are Christians. How they are accepting? I am not bribing them.
Mr. Koshi: They are all nationalities?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everyone. Any scientific man, any advanced in education...

Mr. Koshi: Have you put any conditions?

Prabhupäda: No conditions. You try to understand. Within this body the active principle is there. Where is condition? You try to understand if you have knowledge.

Mr. Koshi: But a renunciation of something?

Prabhupäda: Again why you are coming to renunciation? First of all come to the knowledge. First of all accept that within this body there is the active principle. Then whether it is required renunciation, no renunciation, that we shall discuss later on. First of all, we have to understand, as Kåñëa says in the very beginning, that asmin dehe dehé. Within this body, there is the owner of the body. First of all try to understand. He is speaking on that subject matter. Dehé. Not on the deha. People should understand first of all this science. Then talk of other things. When we say "Two plus two equal to four," no scholar will deny it. "Yes, it is four." Nobody, no rascal will say, "No, it is five or three." Nobody will disagree, if it is science, if it is mathematics. Similarly, Kåñëa says within this body, the owner of the body. Who will deny it? Let them accept it. Then we shall discuss what is that owner, what is the nature of that owner. First of all let them accept it. They are accepting the machine as everything. Do you agree or not?

Mr. Koshi: Yeah, but who is the owner?

Prabhupäda: Ah. Yes. Machine, if you take the importance of the machine and not the machine driver, then what is your knowledge? If a dog is thinking "I am a bulldog, gow gow," and if a man is thinking "I am Indian, gow gow," what is the difference? He is embarrassed with the machine body, and he is also embarrassed with the machine body. The dog is jumping, monkey is jumping with a machine body, and 

if we also imitate jumping like the dog and the monkey, so what is the difference? 

The human being is to understand that "I am not this body." 

That is the first knowledge. That is the first principle.

Anthill and four-wheel dog race. 

These big, big buildings, they are like anthill. 

You know anthill? The ant also can make a big stack of earth. 

Does it mean it is civilization to compete with the ant? Or run with the dog? 

Sometimes if a car is driving, and dog is running, it is a competition and the dog running. Is that civilization? 

Without understanding, the WHOLE THING is going on, running on like that. 

Why India should imitate? India has got so much great exalted knowledge given by Kåñëa. India should learn it and teach it to the whole world. That is India's business. Paropakära. And that is being done in Kåñëa consciousness. Very important movement, very scientific movement. So do not neglect it. Come and join, learn it and give it to the whole world. This is the perfect knowledge, paropakära. Not to imitate there and jump like monkeys and cats and dogs. This is not good.

Mr. Koshi: All sorts of lessons are going out.

Prabhupäda: All sorts may go, but you must know the real message, that within this machine the owner of the machine, the driver of the machine... All sorts of... There are three thousand parts in a motorcar. You have all sorts of knowledge about the parts of the car, and you do not know who is driving, then what is this knowledge? Every paper, every learned man, every..., every should take it seriously and implement it. It is not meant for everyone. Still, there must be an institution to teach this, I mean, the highest standard of knowledge to the human being. Why they should simply jump like cats and dogs? This is our mission. So don't try to imitate cats and dogs, but be human being. Understand what is your position and cultivate that knowledge. That is nature's way. The evolutionary process, after 8,400,000 species of life, it is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä that if you don't understand this opportunity, then nivartante måtyu-saàsära-vartmani [Bg. 9.3]. Find out this verse. Apräpya mäm. Açraddadhänäù puruñä dharmasyäsya parantapa. "Those who are not interested in the teachings of the Bhagavad-gétä, the result will be he will not understand Me, God, and he will again return to the cycle of birth and death."

Mr. Koshi: But how many people have the capability. As you say, they are jumping up and down.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So it is not for... You see. When we talk of diamond, it does not mean that everyone will be able to purchase it. But there must be the diamond. Because there is no customer, very many customer, diamond should be abolished?

Mr. Koshi: No.

Prabhupäda: That is not possible. Similarly, how many men will understand or not understand, that is not the consideration. But we have got in India such exalted knowledge. We must cultivate and distribute knowledge as far as possible. It is our duty. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission. Bhärata-bhümite manuñya-janma haila yära [Cc. Ädi 9.41]. You understand Bengali?

Mr. Koshi: No.

Prabhupäda: "Anyone who has taken birth as human being in India, janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära, first of all make your life successful by understanding what is life, and then distribute." This is Caitanya Mahäprabhu. You have got this asset. You have rejected.

Mr. Koshi: You started this ten years ago. But why is it that when you were recognized..., you were recognized by others and not in this country?

Prabhupäda: Huh? Because they are so poor that they cannot purchase diamond. But diamond must be there. They are so poor-hearted, their education has been so poorly given that they cannot understand.

Mr. Koshi: Poorly given.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That "You are this body, jump like cats and dogs," that's all. What is nationalism? This is, that "You are this body. Jump like cats and dogs." A group, as a group of crows gather together, caw caw caw caw. That has been taught. Make group and crow.

Mr. Koshi: Something is wrong.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You don't find this word "nationalism" in the Bhagavad-gétä. You don't find it. Can you find out this word? These are all borrowed words.

Mr. Koshi: And what is your alternative?

Prabhupäda: Huh? What is that? We are preaching internationalism, everyone welcome. Come to Kåñëa consciousness. That is being done. Real United Nations. Here is Christian, here is Jew, here is African, here is Muhammadan, everything. Worldwide. That is real United Nations. They have no conception. If they would thought that "I am American," then why he is after a poor Indian man? Indians are known outside India as poverty-stricken, and that's a fact. So why he should come to the person born of poverty-stricken nation? But actually we are not poverty-stricken. If we cultivate our own standard of knowledge, Bhagavad-gétä, then we are the richest and we can give the whole world the gift. That should be... And they will welcome. That will be glorified if they accept. Just see. This is our... I am trying for that.

Mr. Koshi: How are you trying?

Prabhupäda: India is not poverty-stricken. India can give him something which will glorify your life. It is meant... I do not say India is poverty-stricken. I say India is the richest. Believe it, take it. So we have no such concern as "India" or "America," no. We are concerned with the living entities. We have no such stagnant idea. Stagnation. We have no such thing. Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma. That bhärata-bhümite manuñya. Manuñya means man. He is different from others. Therefore he should know what is his position. Make his life successful and distribute the knowledge because they are ignorant. This should be India's position, teacher to the whole world. Not beggar.

Mr. Koshi: This support that you want... People have not taken sufficient interest in this distribution.

Prabhupäda: Because they have been taught like that.

Mr. Koshi: Taught to receive, not to give.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They have been taught to become group of dogs and crows. That's all. These political party.

Mr. Koshi: You are against politicians.

Prabhupäda: No, no, we are not against, neither for. But these things will go on. This is going on since the creation, but that will not help. There have been, in other countries there has been Napoleon, there has been Hitler, there has been Mussolini, there has been Churchill. In India also we had many leaders like Gandhi and others. So what contribution they made? People are suffering.

Mr. Koshi: But you yourself were involved in some of the movements.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is not movement, it is knowledge. It is not artificial movement. It is knowledge, real knowledge, that you are not this body. You are not this machine. It is knowledge. It is meant for everyone. But you take an artificial movement. It is not. It is knowledge. And it is your duty to give knowledge to the people. If you have got any knowledge... All scientists do like that. It is not movement. When a scientist goes all over the world, he gives about his discovery, it is not movement. It is scientific knowledge. Movement is you create something and make your followers. That is movement. It is not like that. It is scientific knowledge that you are not this body. Dehino 'smin yathä. That is the beginning of Bhagavad-gétä. Those who are fortunate, they will accept it. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye, yatatäm api siddhänäm [Bg. 7.3]. Find out this verse. Everything is there in the Bhagavad-gétä, but we are neglecting. Allah... We are getting photograph(?) in Bhagavad-gétä. This is... Actually understand Bhagavad-gétä and distribute the knowledge. That is our aim.

Mr. Koshi: But are there anything... Isn't there something more fundamental than that?

Prabhupäda: There are many things, and they are all subordinate. First of all you understand the body and the owner of the body. In the body there are so many things. Similarly, the owner of deha, greater number of things to know. First of all try to understand the beginning, that you are not this body. That is the fundamental understanding. Then you understand what is the composition of the body and what is the composition of the... The first knowledge is lacking, mistaken, that "I am this body." Yasyätma-buddhiù kuëape tri-dhätuke [SB 10.84.13]. They are accepting this body as ätmä. Apaçyatäm ätma-tattvam [SB 2.1.2]. We have written so many books, eighty-four books. And they are reading. In the Western world they are taking it.

Mr. Koshi: Yes, I was told.

Prabhupäda: Russia also they are taking it. So gradually they will take. They are intelligent. And we are neglecting. This is our misfortune. And misled we are. We are neglecting. But the leaders, they do not know what is Bhagavad-gétä, and they are professing as "I am scholar in the Bhagavad-gétä." They do not know what is distinction between the body and the owner of the body. The first lesson of Bhagavad-gétä they do not know. Then what they will understand Bhagavad-gétä? This is the first lesson.

Mr. Koshi: What is the solution?

Prabhupäda: Solution, you learn it!

Mr. Koshi: But they don't want to do it.

Prabhupäda: Then let them, they will go to hell. What can be done? 

If you want to cut your own throat, you can do it, who can save you? 

But our duty is don't make suicide. We must be all sane and tactful. But if you commit suicide, that is your business. What can I do? We shall go on. 

This is suicidal condition, to live like cats and dogs and jump like monkeys. 

Losing the opportunity of human being, where you can understand? Athäto brahma jijïäsä. This is Vedänta-sütra. They are neglecting it. They are neglecting it. You will go to hell. Kåñëa says mäm apräpya. Everything is there.

açraddadhänäù puruñä

dharmasyäsya parantapa

apräpya mäà nivartante

måtyu-saàsära-vartmani

 [Bg. 9.3]

They do not know what is the risk of måtyu-saàsära-vartmani. After all, you have to die. After death, if you become a tree in front of my house, who can check it? It is law of nature. You cannot check it. Then what will be your position? Stand up for thousands of years in one... So risky. They do not understand. They do not discuss these things in the Bhagavad-gétä, and still they are scholars of Bhagavad-gétä. They write comment on the Bhagavad-gétä, whimsically. This is going on. There are so many things to be learned from Bhagavad-gétä. They do not understand. And they are writing comment on Bhagavad-gétä, misleading others. It is clear. Dharma-kñetre kuru-kñetre samavetä [Bg. 1.1]. It is clear. They will comment, they will make some bogus meaning.

Mr. Koshi: Interpretation.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Spoil their own life and spoil others. This is going on. The meaning is clear, but these rascals are thinking that "Meaning is not clear. Kåñëa left for me to clear the meaning." That's all. Such rascals, they are touching Bhagavad-gétä. As if Kåñëa left for him to clear the meaning. These rubbish things we want to stop. Of course, it is not possible. Many others are. But we are trying little, that's all. 

We cannot make any compromise. Therefore Kåñëa consciousness. 

What Kåñëa says, that is a fact. 

They are completely under the grip of material nature. Prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi [Bg. 3.27]. They are declaring independence. Ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate [Bg. 3.27]. False, ahaìkära, egotism. Nature in one slap, crack! Indira Gandhi is so powerful, one slap, "Get out." What can you do? One slap is sufficient. They do not understand. Jump. They do not know. They are completely under the control of prakåti, and prakåti is under the control of Kåñëa. Mayädhyakñeëa prakåtiù süyate sa-caräcaram [Bg. 9.10]. They do not discuss this. Still they are scholar in Bhagavad-gétä. Simply picking up some words, they become scholar. Is that scholarship? They do not read even the whole Bhagavad-gétä, neither they understand. This is going on.

Mr. Koshi: Is interpretation necessary or not?

Prabhupäda: Why interpretation?

Mr. Koshi: Some passages, they do not know to understand it.

Prabhupäda: Just like if they do not know this is a tape recorder. What is interpreting? Everyone knows that this is a tape recorder. So what is interpretation? Interpretation required when you do not understand.

Mr. Koshi: Is it that simple and clear for everybody?

Prabhupäda: No, that is the way of interpretation. Amongst the learned circle, interpretation required when the things are not clear. If the things are clear, why nonsense interpretation? There is no need of interpretation. Dharma-kñetre kuru-kñetre [Bg. 1.1]. Kurukñetra is still there, and people go there for pilgrimage. And in the Vedas it is stated kuru-kñetre dharmän äcaret. "Go to Kurukñetra and perform ritualistic ceremonies." What is the difficulty? Why should I interpret, "Kurukñetra means this, and means this, that"? Why? To mislead others and mislead himself. This is not required. But they are doing it. That is misleading. If you can interpret Bhagavad-gétä by your own interpretation, then what is the authority of Bhagavad-gétä? Everyone can do like that. Everyone can say "It is my interpretation." Then where is the authority of Bhagavad-gétä? These things should be stopped. Real Bhagavad-gétä should be studied. 

People should make life Bhagavad-gétä and preach all over the world. 

This is our movement.
Mr. Koshi: Can I change the subject now?

Prabhupäda: Subject?

Mr. Koshi: I mean to something different, about the... You all have list, some conditions in this...

Prabhupäda: No condition. Study Bhagavad-gétä. Make your life...
Mr. Koshi: No, for example, the saffron robe, the beads...

Prabhupäda: That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä.

Mr. Koshi: And the shaving of the head with the little...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Varëäçrama. Varëäçrama. This is äçrama. He is sannyäsé, he must take to it.

Mr. Koshi: And the avoidance of...

Prabhupäda: Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. So just like if you take, become a police officer, you must take the dress.

Mr. Koshi: Uniform. No, but say the avoidance of tea and coffee and all that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Mr. Koshi: Is something wrong with tea?

Prabhupäda: Yes. It is sinful, päna.

Mr. Koshi: By itself it is not bad.

Prabhupäda: Itself is bad, sinful.

Mr. Koshi: It's a neutral thing.

Prabhupäda: You say, but çästra says striya, sünä, päna, dyüta, four kinds of sinful activities. Illicit sex; päna, intoxication. Päna, päna, so it is intoxication. Therefore it is sinful.

Mr. Koshi: And what is the fourth?

Prabhupäda: Striya, sünä and jéva-hiàsä, unnecessarily killing animals.
Mr. Koshi: And therefore vegetarianism. Is that why vegetarianism is...?

Prabhupäda: First of all, you try to understand the principles. These are the four principles of sinful life.

So you should avoid. Unless... Yeñäm anta gataà päpam. That is the...

Unless you are free from sinful activities, you cannot understand Kåñëa.
Yeñäm anta gataà päpaà janänäà puëya-karmaëäm, te dvandva-moha-nirmuktä.

Mr. Koshi: What is the meaning of that?

Prabhupäda:

Anyone who is completely free from sinful activities, 

he can understand Kåñëa.
If you are engaged in sinful activities, how you will understand Kåñëa? Therefore these things are forbidden. "Don't do this. Understand Kåñëa."

manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye yatatäm api siddhänäà kaçcin mäà vetti tattvataù

Mr. Koshi: I don't understand.

Prabhupäda: You don't understand, therefore I say you become a student. Understand it. That is our institution. If you don't want to understand, that is another thing.

Mr. Koshi: No. I try to understand, but I drink coffee and tea. I cannot...

Prabhupäda: Because you have not been taught by proper teacher.

Mr. Koshi: That I accept.

Prabhupäda: That is not your fault. Tad-vijïänärthaà sa gurum eva abhigacchet. This is Vedic injunction. 

So therefore our brahmacäré system. First of all one becomes brahmacäré. 

Brahmacäré guru-kule vasan dänto guror hitam. These things are there. Everything is there and we don't take advantage of this knowledge. We are after becoming dogs, that's all. 

Mr. Koshi: But there are several millions like me.

Prabhupäda: That does not mean... Several zeros does not mean one. Millions of zeros does not mean one. Zero is zero. If several millions of zeros, adding, you cannot make one. That is not possible. One is required. And if you want after zero, you go on. But if you are after one, mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja, then you are Kåñëa conscious. Sarva-dharmän parityajya [Bg. 18.66]. Don't after these zeros. Mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. This is the... If you are after zeros, that is your business. Kåñëa says "Come after one." Then...

Mr. Koshi: So you say one, you mean this...

Prabhupäda: "One" means Kåñëa.

Mr. Koshi: Yes, I know. But what about the rest in the pantheon? There are hundreds in the...

Prabhupäda: Why you are concerned? 

If you become perfect by one, why you're after so many? 

Ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù [Bg. 18.66]. So we have taken that one. That's all. Kåñëa. We are not after zeros. 

Ask these boys to come after zeros and bribe them millions of dollars. 

They will refuse: "No, we're after one, Kåñëa." 

They have been trained up. 

Kasmin tu bhagavo vijïäte sarvam idaà vijïätaà bhavati. 

We have written these big, big books, eighty-four books, only on Kåñëa. Now it is recognized that Hare Kåñëa movement is genuine, in New York high-court.

Mr. Koshi: Yes, I saw the review in the Times of India also. But there was a lot of controversy there. It was called brainwashing and all that.

Prabhupäda: There are so many accusations. Now in the court has acknowledged, "It is genuine."

Mr. Koshi: But you don't require recognition of any court, do you?

Prabhupäda: You require. (laughter) I don't require. You require.

Mr. Koshi: Until then, there is a doubt.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because you are after the court, after the judges. We are not after anyone. We are after one: Kåñëa. That's all. For you, it is confirmed. We know what our duty is. For the last twelve years there were so many impediments. It did not stop us. There was so much harassment.

Mr. Koshi: Where? Here, in this country?

Prabhupäda: Not here, there.

Mr. Koshi: In the United States.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. They were kidnapped, they were taken by force, and so on, so on. So many times.

Mr. Koshi: No, I think the opposition comes because of...

Prabhupäda: Opposition comes means there was some strength of this movement. Therefore there was...

Mr. Koshi: No, I think the complaint was of families...

Prabhupäda: Whatever it may be, they felt the strength. In Bengali it is called capale babale.(?)

Mr. Koshi: What is the meaning of that?

Prabhupäda: Meaning means when there is some weight, is a (indistinct). So now they are feeling the weight of this Hare Kåñëa movement.

Mr. Koshi: They were afraid of something.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Mr. Koshi: Why?

Prabhupäda: Because the young men are taking it.

Mr. Koshi: But how does it...

Prabhupäda: It is not such yoga system. (imitates snoring) Meditation. It is not like that. Young men, they are taking it. They are preaching, they have sacrificed their life. So they are intelligent persons, they can understand that we should not die. It is not old man's recreation.

Mr. Koshi: No, but you are responsible for it.

Prabhupäda: I am not... Kåñëa is responsible. I am just distributing. My duty is to distribute. That's all.

Mr. Koshi: Would you call yourself a guru?

Prabhupäda: Yes, I am guru.

Mr. Koshi: Because there are others who call themselves Bhagavän.

Prabhupäda: Let them call.

Mr. Koshi: Are you a Bhagavän?

Prabhupäda: Guru is not Bhagavän. Guru is the servant of Bhagavän.

Mr. Koshi: Servant of Bhagavän. Are you happy with the way the movement has really spread? The...

Prabhupäda: Why not? 

Because I am giving the standard movement. I am not manufacturing anything. 

I am giving what is said by Kåñëa. I am just distributing that. 

Why shall I not be happy? 

I am not manufacturing anything. That is not my business.
Mr. Koshi: How are others doing?

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are manufacturing. They have to do artificially. My things are ready, but I have simply distributed. Why shall I not be happy? If you do something artificially, you have to manufacture. I am not doing that. My things are ready.

Mr. Koshi: How is your health now?

Prabhupäda: Not good. Health or not health, it is the outward machine. That doesn't matter. But if it is a good machine then it helps, that's all. Otherwise, machine good or bad, it doesn't matter to machine driver.

Mr. Koshi: What happens when the machine stops?

Prabhupäda: It changes. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13].

Mr. Koshi: What is the meaning of that?

Prabhupäda: If your machine is stopped, you take another machine. That's all. You go on hearing. Not that your work will stop. You give up this machine. Take another machine. Actually you do that. Why shall I be overwhelmed, "Oh, machine is gone, machine is..."? Therefore Kåñëa says, açocyän anvaçocas tvam: [Bg. 2.11] "You are lamenting for the machine, nonsense. This is not paëòita's business." Nänuçocanti paëòitäù. Machine is gone, take another one, that's all. Go on.

Mr. Koshi: What is your day like, typical day? In the morning, what time you get up? Your day, how do you spend the day?

Prabhupäda: How can I say? I have got so many things.

Mr. Koshi: But do you receive visitors most of the time, or do you do a lot of reading?

Prabhupäda: No, no. I am sometimes receiving important visitors. Just like you are editor, if you understand, you can, if you like, there will be so many gains, beneficial. Therefore I...

Mr. Koshi: Do you take interest in the political happenings?

Prabhupäda: That will go on.

Mr. Koshi: No, but do you take interest?

Prabhupäda: Indira Gandhi goes, another Gandhi comes, another Gandhi goes, another Gandhi comes, another. That is the history, whole history of the world. There is nothing new. Punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm, chewing the chewed. Politics means chewing the chewed, that's all.

Mr. Koshi: Chewing the?

Prabhupäda: Chewing something, just like sugar candy. You have chewed it, taken all the juice, you have thrown it away. Another man is chewing it. It is like that. Indira Gandhi also promised so many things, and she is now out, and somebody is speaking something.

Mr. Koshi: Morarji now.

Prabhupäda: Anyone. And in some day he will not be there, somebody will come. That is the history of the whole world. But that will not benefit the human society, politics. It is useless. This knowledge will help make the solution. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe. We are suffering in this material condition, and He is delivering from this. That is real upakära. That's the repetition of history, politics.

Mr. Koshi: But it has been going on for quite some time.

Prabhupäda: It is going on, but time immemorial. That is not the solution.

Mr. Koshi: They have seen to have more control over people than others. When a person is empowered, his actions can affect so many people.

Prabhupäda: So what kind of people?

Mr. Koshi: Cats and dogs.

Prabhupäda: That's all. Çva-viò-varäha. They have been described in the Bhägavata as dogs, camels, asses and hogs. Çva-viò-varäha-uñöra-kharaiù saàstutaù puruñaù paçuù. (break) The leader of hogs, dogs, camels and asses.

Our civilization is brahminical, brähmaëa.
That is wanted.
Mr. Koshi: Is that good or bad?

Prabhupäda: That is good.

Unless you become brähmaëa, real brähmaëa, çama, dama, titikñä, how you will understand? We are not for the hogs, dogs, cats.

Therefore it is sometimes said that

without   becoming brähmaëa, 

nobody should try to understand Vedas. (Ed: speak and teach it- Manu etc)
What he will understand? Paraà satyaà dhémahi. Dhémahi. This word is used because it is meant for the brähmaëas. Oà bhür bhuvaù svaù... dhémahi. Dhémahi. Dhémahi is gäyatré-mantra. It is chanted by the brähmaëas. That word is used in Bhägavatam also.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda, I wanted to suggest that if he has some further questions, we could try to answer them, and then if there is still some unanswered...

Prabhupäda: No. He has no answer on this spiritual matter. He'll ask me some political... We have no function in politics.

Mr. Koshi: No, there was a few other questions regarding the Society.

Prabhupäda: The fundamental principle is that we are teaching about the owner of the body.

Mr. Koshi: Yeah, but what we are in the outside world... I am not in the Society. What I see outside is totally... You see, when I see a group of young people like these boys here dancing in the street, it is something jarring to my eyes. I am not used to it. What is the necessity for the chant and the...

Prabhupäda: That is going on. One man's food, another man's poison.

Mr. Koshi: No, no, there is a purpose behind it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Purpose... That is the way. That is the way.

Mr. Koshi: To?

Prabhupäda: To spiritual understanding in this age. Ecstasy. 

Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù [SB 7.5.23]. You have to follow the Vedic injunctions. 

Kåñëotkértana-gäna-nartana-parau. Utkértana-gäna-nartana-parau.

Mr. Koshi: So by looking at him you are trying to rouse the interests of the people, or curiosity?

Prabhupäda: You can take interest in so many ways. If you are not interested in that way, read books. Are you not interested in reading books? Read. We have got many ways. That is for mass of people. The class of people who wants to understand this movement through science, philosophy, come on, read these books.

Mr. Koshi: One of the conditions is illicit sex.

Prabhupäda: That is sinful. Don't you see, illicit sex, what havoc it has done?

Mr. Koshi: What exactly do you mean?

Prabhupäda: Illicit sex, do you think it is...?

Mr. Koshi: Outside marriage, you mean?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not only outside marriage. Even in marriage, you cannot have sex as you like. You must have sex according to the regulative principle or religious principle.

Mr. Koshi: Could you explain?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like only for begetting nice children.

Mr. Koshi: For begetting?

Prabhupäda: Nice children.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Good children.

Mr. Koshi: What is the meaning of good children?

Prabhupäda: Good children means not these rogues and thieves, but one who can understand God. That is good children.

Mr. Koshi: It is the parents' responsibility.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Garbhädhäna-saàskära. These are stated. It is not secret matter. When the father goes to beget child, he has to perform ritualistic ceremonies in the presence of relative, brähmaëas. They will understand that "He is going now to beget a child." It is not a secret thing. It is garbhädhäna. And if in a brähmaëa family the garbhädhäna-saàskära is not observed, then immediately he becomes a çüdra.
Mr. Koshi: What is not a secret thing?

Prabhupäda: Secret... Just like when we go and have sex with wife secretly. It is not secret.

Mr. Koshi: There is a ceremony.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is ceremony.

Mr. Koshi: Don't you think that the children should be given freedom to choose voluntarily?

Prabhupäda: Do you want to give freedom to your children?

Mr. Koshi: I am asking you.

Prabhupäda: No, no. What is the use of giving freedom to a child with a razor? He will cut his throat, that's all.

Mr. Koshi: But at a later age, perhaps when he is better...

Prabhupäda: Later age, yes. That is enjoined. When child is sixteen years old he can do as he likes, not before that.

lälayet païca varñäëi

daça varñäëi täòayet

präpte tu ñoòaçe varñe

This is the moral instruction of Cäëakya Paëòita. Up to five years, don't chastise, don't take any action. Let him be free. Whatever he likes, he can do. Then after fifth year, for ten years you must be very strict. Then five years and ten years, fifteen. And when he is sixteen years, treat him like a friend. Präpte tu ñoòaçe varñe putraà mitravad äcaret. At that time, no stricture that he will break. "My dear boy, if you do this..." This is necessary. And from fifth year to fifteenth year you should chastise the sons and disciples just like tiger. After five years.

Mr. Koshi: Using the stick.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's how you trained us, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Mr. Koshi: Did you get?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, by Prabhupäda. Even though we were not five years old, he treats us just like as if we were five. Because spiritually we are still like that. So he is very strict with us.

Prabhupäda: All these boys I chastise vehemently. Even a little mistake.

Mr. Koshi: You...?

Prabhupäda: They tolerate. They know.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We are afraid.

Mr. Koshi: What is your message to the world?

Prabhupäda: Again you ask me. (laughter) (Hindi)

Mr. Koshi: Yes, I know. but...

Prabhupäda: After reading Rämäyaëa you are asking whose father is Sétä. (laughter) I have explained already.             
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Prabhupäda: ...community. If the one community said, "Within our religion, there is no need of education..."

Tamäla Kåñëa: Of education?

Prabhupäda: So will the state allow that?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Well, they shouldn't, because then it is not religion. Genuine...

Prabhupäda: No, no, it is religion or no religion. Suppose there is university, and if some religious sect says that "In our religion we shall not take university education."

Tamäla Kåñëa: We shall not take any education from the university?

Prabhupäda: Yes. So will the government accept?

Tamäla Kåñëa: In United States there is a group in Pennsylvania, and they say that they will not undergo any kind of normal education, because it is polluted, and they have their own education, and they are permitted. Even from six, seven years old, from first grade. They are called the Amish people. (some noise in background) That's not a door, Çréla Prabhupäda. That's heavy dropping of heavy items.

Prabhupäda: Another point, in secular, the scientific knowledge, two plus two equal to four. If somebody says, "No, in our opinion it is five," will it be accepted?

Tamäla Kåñëa: I didn't hear what you were saying.

Prabhupäda: If two plus two equal to four. If somebody says "In our opinion it should be five..."

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, no one will accept that.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, if government requires teaching the science that this body is not yourself, you are different from the body, if some other sect, they say, "That it is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä; it is meant for the Hindus, not for us," will it be accepted?

Tamäla Kåñëa: It should not be.

Prabhupäda: Therefore the institution for teaching Bhagavad-gétä must be there. The science of life...

Tamäla Kåñëa: It should be there in every university.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It's scientific. It is the only scientific book.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanaà jarä. Kaumära, childhood, yauvanam, youthhood, and jarä, old age, does it mean only for the Hindus?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No.

Prabhupäda: Then how this science should be stopped for others? It is universal.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Just as that Christian asked you, is Lord Jesus's teachings universal. The Christians, they say that Jesus's teachings are universal. So that means that they must be true.

Prabhupäda: And they accept yes, and we say.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Jesus said "Thou shalt not kill." This applies to all human beings. So if they say that about Jesus's teachings, why not about dehino 'smin yathä dehe? They should say.

Prabhupäda: The whole human society is being put into ignorance. How we can tolerate? We know the things. How we can hide it? Jïäna-khala. One who knows the thing, how he can hide it? He is called jïäna-khala. He has got the knowledge but he will not give it to anyone else.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That is miserly.

Prabhupäda: That is very dangerous. Jïäna-khala. Khala means envious, "I know it..."

Tamäla Kåñëa: A Vaiñëava is para-duùkha-duùkhé.
Prabhupäda: How we can stop spreading Kåñëa consciousness? It is not possible.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You told me that unless one is compassionate...

Prabhupäda: He cannot become Vaiñëava.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He cannot preach.

Prabhupäda: Para-duùkha-duùkhé, kåpämbudhi. My Guru Mahäräja used to say präëa äche yäìra se'retu(?) pracära. One who is living being, he can preach. Dead body cannot. One who is actually a living being, he can preach. And Caitanya Mahäprabhu said bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma yära. One who is a man, he will be interested in this. Cats and dogs, it is not possible. Bhärata-bhümite haila kukkura-janma yära, eka... Manuñya. To give knowledge of Bhagavad-gétä, this is India's prerogative. And India can distribute this knowledge. And the government has to consent. And they are misinterpreting this.
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Giriräja: ...so even if they do everything else correct in terms of the body. They go farther and farther from the real solution.

Prabhupäda: Everyone has done this mistake. "I am God." What is the use of the advancement of so-called civilization?

Giriräja: We have to show that this is scientific fact. Otherwise the demons will make propaganda that this is sectarian.

Prabhupäda: "Brainwashed." They say "brainwashed."

Giriräja: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So if he has already talked with Morarji, and he has agreed, then it is great advance.

Giriräja: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Good advance.

Giriräja: He said he would be pleased to meet you. He gave a speech on the television last night.

Prabhupäda: Morarji?

Giriräja: Yes. In Hindi. I couldn't follow all of it, but there was a lot of reference to Gandhi and Gandhi's principles and the..., molding the character of youth. So I told Mr. Rajda—I was watching with Mr. Rajda in his house—that this is the real way to fulfill all of these goals, Kåñëa consciousness, and Mr. Rajda said yes.

Prabhupäda: Then that television speech must be out in the paper.

Giriräja: Yes, it must have been reported this morning. I mean he is representing a return to the more traditional standards of morality and culture of India.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They say that they are going to replace this family planning with yoga. Instead of using artificial means, they're going to teach yoga.

Prabhupäda: To become brahmacäré.

Giriräja: The minister of health and family planning, he said, he denied, that "This name should be changed to just minister of health, because this type of family planning is against the traditional values of India."

Tamäla Kåñëa: It is totally against it. It's Western, the whole Western conception.

Giriräja: Actually, a short time ago, everyone knew that these things were wrong, but now they are trying to pretend that it is not wrong. They are trying to forget.

Prabhupäda: They can do, all their political divisions. These rascals, they can do. Anything. They have no principles, no morality, no standard of morality, nothing. Simply all rogues and thieves. It will more and more. All rogues and thieves will take part in politics. That is stated. Dasyu dharmeëa. Just like dasyu, the burglar, the thieves, they have got organization how to get money. So they, the government, they'll be rogues and thieves. And whenever there is necessity of money, then tax. You work hard; they will tax. Organized burglars, organized guëòäs. And Indira was doing that. Indira and company. Take the power and club(?) them and do whatever you like. She is a prostitute; her son is a guëòä. This is the sample of the... But it will be done all round the world. This is a sample of that.

Tamäla Kåñëa: She seems to have been one of the worst leaders so far.

Prabhupäda: She is not leader, she is a prostitute. Woman given freedom means prostitute. Free woman means prostitute. What is this prostitute? She has no fixed-up husband. And free woman means this, daily, new friend.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Who is Indira's husband, a congressman?

Giriräja: He died at an early age.

Prabhupäda: Hm? Who?

Giriräja: He was asking what happened to her husband. I said he died. He was a Parsee. As Your Divine Grace had said, that due to the saìkértana movement an auspicious atmosphere is being created all over the world. So is it not possible that at least for the time being things will improve?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Improve. Not for the time being. For ten thousand years.

Giriräja: Yes. Out of 427,000 years I was taking that 10,000 as for the time being.

Prabhupäda: It is nothing sport.(?)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda, where is the mention of that ten thousand years?

Prabhupäda: That I have heard it. Maybe in the Bhägavata. (Editor’s note: Brahma Vaivata Purana ?)  Such a nice thing. Alone in this world I am struggling, and the so-called intelligent persons, they will not come. They have business. Why? If it is actually beneficial to the human society, why I should alone try? I will go on trying so long I'll live. There will be no checking of... But what kind of intelligent persons there are? (Govindam record in background) It has been approved by intelligent men like... From our section. Most wretched rogues. They do work. They are not so. They are intelligent. They have rejected all these "Lord" ideas and the... Because they have sinned, all humbug. Especially in the Western countries, in the Christian world, what is there? It is bogus. I have condemned it. You have seen that book? One Christian boy inquired. Have you got the copy? Bring. (pause) We shall go on playing govindam ädi-puruñaà tam aham. People may hear or not hear. We don't mind.

Tamäla Kåñëa: To Mr. Francois Pierre. "My dear Francois." He's in France. "Please accept my blessings. I beg to thank you for your letter dated March 17th. 

Try to understand our mission of Kåñëa consciousness. 

The world is  all going to hell. They do not know what is the value of life. 

Like blind sheep following a blind leader, they are all going to the slaughterhouse. 

Human life is meant for saving, 

but instead the leaders are keeping the people in darkness. 

This is suicidal. Let us try to save them. 
Christian, Hindu, or Muslim, it doesn't matter. One must have faith in God. But if one does not know what is God, then what is the question of religion? 

This sectarian view has caused havoc in the world. 

Our real business is to know God and one's relationship with God. Do you know what is God? The answers to your questions are as follows: 1) Yes, the message of Jesus is universally applicable. Why not? Jesus says, 'Thou shalt not kill.' This is applicable to all. But all Christians are violating this law. So where is a Christian? In my opinion there is not a single Christian. Do they follow all ten commandments? 2) We accept Jesus Christ as çaktyäveça-avatära, an empowered incarnation of God. 3) The Bible should be accepted literally and not symbolically. There is no symbolical meaning of the sacrifice on the cross. The people were so rascal. They attempted to kill him because he was speaking of God. We can understand the position of that society. He had to deal with such rascals. He preached 'Thou shalt not kill,' and they killed him. The argument that Jesus died to redeem us of sins is simply another sinful argument. That Jesus has taken contract to redeem your sins is simply a plea of the sinners. They continue sinning and expect Christ to take the contract to freedom. It is most sinful. Instead of actually stopping sins, they contract with Jesus Christ. These people should be immediately hanged. That way our..., they say, 'That way our religion is very good. We cannot stop sinning, but it is okay because Christ has taken contract to save us.' It is the same as saying 'I am chanting Hare Kåñëa now. I can do any nonsense.' That is known as näma-aparädha, offenses to the holy name of the Lord. 4) Regarding Christ coming again, for the time being, you follow his instructions. Then if he comes it will be all right. Regarding the position of our movement if Christ were to come again, that we shall see when he comes. 'The end of the world' means that the world will be devastated. Just like you have a body and it will be finished, similarly the whole world body will be devastated. Creation, maintenance and annihilation. Naça in Sanskrit means devastated. 5) There is no difference between a pure Christian and a sincere devotee of Kåñëa. 6) Everything is accurately described in the Bhägavata Mahäpuräëa. Love of God means God's mercy. If God is pleased, He will do anything. The pleasure of God can be awarded by God. In Sanskrit it is described kåpä-siddhi, perfection out of mercy. One must follow the four regulative principles--no eating meat, fish or eggs; no intoxication; no gambling; and no illicit sex life. Repent of all sinful activities and depend on Kåñëa's mercy. Hoping this meets you well, your ever well-wisher, A. C. Bhaktivedanta Swami."
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Prabhupäda: ...always studying, for the last ten years.

It is my conclusion that originally everything Indian,

that is very, very high grade--for human society, for personal.

That is actual human civilization.

Everything, hygienic principles, Vedic knowledge, moral knowledge, 

everything perfect.
Tamäla Kåñëa Goswami: I have noticed that in the West now they have..., they know that there are certain cures for serious illnesses, and they have outlawed these cures, because they will lose so much money.

Prabhupäda: Everything business. "Bring money. Bring money." Because money is the medium of sense gratification. They have been accustomed to sense gratification.

Money is required.

So bring money    some way or other.
And here, the civilization was plain living simple living.

Minimize  the  expenditure  and develop Kåñëa consciousness.

Then you will be happy.
Tamäla Kåñëa Goswami: Unless one lives plainly, he cannot develop Kåñëa consciousness. Bhogaiçvarya-prasaktänäm.
Prabhupäda: Tayäpahåta-cetasäm. ANYWAY, NOW YOU LEARN  THIS ART.
Do good to the rest of the...

That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's...

Don't keep them in ignorance. That is paropakära.
That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's...

All saintly persons do like that.

Especially Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

This civilization is so dangerous.   Demonic.
Formerly, political fighting is always there. People had no concept. 
Democracy means that every man has to take part in the competition.

Tamäla Kåñëa Goswami: Any fool.

Prabhupäda: They have been made fools. There was monarchy. If there was political fighting between the monarch, fighting between two kings, and the general public, "We have no concern with this. Whoever you become king, you take the tax." That's all, finished.

Tamäla Kåñëa: "And the king will protect us."

Prabhupäda: That's all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: "We don't care which one." That was a nice system.

Prabhupäda: Very nice system.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Unnecessarily people were not being killed.

Prabhupäda: And one fourth,

what you have produced, give one fourth to the king.

"You come here. See, what I have produced. You take one fourth."
Tamäla Kåñëa: Even in Europe that system was there.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that was the world  system.
Tamäla Kåñëa: And they say that that is backwards.

Prabhupäda: Very nice.
Tamäla Kåñëa: When I was studying world history in college, when I read this system, they call it feudal, feudal system, I was very peaceful in my mind. I was very interested how nice everything, orderly... I was impressed with the order. Of course, I did not understand Kåñëa consciousness, but I could see it was much nicer. This is chaos, the present-day system.

Prabhupäda: There was fighting between two political parties. The cultivator is working on the field. One party soldier and, "Where is the other party's soldiers?" "I have seen, they have gone this way." The soldiers of the king, let them fight. Therefore all the soldiers, they assembled in Kurukñetra. It had nothing to do with the public. Fighting is going on, killing is going on in that big place. They were peaceful. "You conquer or either Kauravas. We shall pay tax. That's all." Why the public should be drawn?

Tamäla Kåñëa: This vision no one else has except... I mean no one else has it, Çréla Prabhupäda except for you. It is there in the çästra, but I don't think anyone else has realized it. There may be many other Vaiñëava äcäryas or something in India, but they are not... By the fact that they are not preaching, it means they have not realized it.

Prabhupäda: No, they realized. They have no opportunity. They wanted to preach.
Tamäla Kåñëa: If they wanted to, wouldn't Kåñëa have given them the opportunity?

Prabhupäda: Oh, I shall not doubt. They wrote comment.
Tamäla Kåñëa: I didn't mean in our line. I mean... Their writing is as good as preaching. I meant to say just like now there is this sampradäya and that sampradäya...
Prabhupäda: Ah, these are... Without this sampradäya, evaà paramparä, kick out on their face. All rogues and thieves.
Tamäla Kåñëa: These other...

Prabhupäda: I don't care for them. Immediately kick out. That is, sampradäya vihéna ye mantras te vi(pha)laù mataù. If he is not coming by THIS paramparä system, whatever he says, all nonsense.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What about those who are coming in these other sampradäyas, like Rämänuja sampradäya...
Prabhupäda: They are bona fide if they are actually following.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I was referring to them, that they are not preaching very widely.

Prabhupäda: Then they are useless.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. Because if they wanted to, Kåñëa would have facilitated it.

Prabhupäda: Rämänuja preached. All the äcäryas preached.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, either in writing or by traveling and speaking. You have done both, though.

Prabhupäda: That is the duty of äcärya. Otherwise he is not... Not that three dozen äcäryas in Mäyäpura. Each one has a temple and a few dozen... Not few dozen--one dozen disciples. Bring some rice and eat. They are äcärya. That day I said that, khäi laya khasi bhaja,(?) then everybody became angry. Collecting some money, taking to the holy place, collecting fifty rupees and keeping twenty rupees and spending thirty rupees. This is... In this way they are making livelihood, äcäryas. They say, "Whatever is in our capacity, we are doing."    [ ]

Prabhupäda: Now you try to manage the whole world organization and all GBC men. Suppose I am not there. Manage  very  nicely. Independently. (Ed: give or take direction)
Not to create havoc.  But real ly to manage
I am still present; I will give you direction.

Don’t spoil it. We are in very good, prestigious position. That is sure.

Don't spoil it.

So much  hard  labor.  I started with very humble condition. 

Now it has come to this, such exalted position.

Everything head, that will not help.
There must be leg also.

But it must be conducted under the guidance of the head.

If the head is not there and leg is utilized for jumping,

"The caste system should be abolished." What is the caste system?

There is no caste system.

Everyone is çüdra.
Who is a brähmaëa now, qualified, except one or two in our camp? (April 10, 1977)
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Prabhupäda: These can be distributed to the devotees. Today I have explained the Bhägavata, präëamänäya:(?) how this bodily concept of life is dangerous. These things they do not know. Leaders, big, big papers, big, big propaganda. What is the purpose of life and how dangerous this civilization is, bodily concept of life, they do not know. Bhagavad-gétä begins when they understand that "You are not this body." The whole subject matter is on that soul, the whole Bhagavad-gétä. Bhojendra-gehe 'gni-çikheva ruddhä, sarasvaté jïäna-khale yathä saté.
I see Çrémad-Bhägavatam so exalted knowledge and so beautifully literary presented. Çrémat. Çrémat means beautiful. Throughout the whole world, you won't find any literature. This is India's fortune, and they are keeping it packed up. Jïäna-khaleñu. Jïäna-khala means envious. You have got some knowledge, but you are envious. You don't want to distribute to anyone. They are called jïäna-khala.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Jïäna-khala. One who keeps knowledge to himself.

Prabhupäda: Monopoly. They are called jïäna-khala. But real jïäné means if you have got some knowledge, you should daily distribute it.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Çravaëaà kértanam.
Prabhupäda: No, any knowledge. Just like modern scientists, they do. When they discover something, they give it. Go from university to university. Whatever... They may be wrong. They want to give it. That is the way. In India such vast knowledge, it is kept for professional Bhägavata readers. How much harm they have done! Some professional Bhägavata readers, it is their profession. And they will gather some woman and talk of räsa-lélä and Bhägavata reading. Some lady, old men, some woman, they will gather and sit down with their grammar,(?) karma-käëòa. So that his material position will be better off. And the reciter will gather so many dozens of (indistinct) and umbrella and cloth, and take it away and sell it in the market, and employ it for his son's marriage, daughter's marriage. And this is called Bhägavata. This is going on.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is there some verse in the Bhägavatam which states that the Bhägavatam reciter must be a very qualified person?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Svarüpa Dämodara said, "You read Bhägavata from a person whose life is Bhägavata." Bhägavata paòa giyä bhägavata sthäne.(?)

Giriräja: Well, he agreed that the modern civilization is a failure and that people are not happy, that people were more happy before.

Prabhupäda: It is a dangerous civilization. You... You should... (pause) 
Dangerous civilization that that labdhvä su-durlabham idaà bahu-sambhavänte. 

After many, many millions of years 

one gets the chance of becoming a human being, 

especially civilized 

and especially in India. They will bring the same. And Kåñëa personally says that if this chance is missed and a person does not become God realized, then he again returns back to the..., to the... Today I am a prime minister. Tomorrow, if I become a dog... What is this civilization? And they will have to become. Nature's law we cannot avoid. And there is no question, "Why you are touching me? I am prime minister." Who cares for you? You have to take account of your activities, karmaëä daiva-netreëa. So human life is so important, and we are simply wasting this valuable life with this temporary adjustment of so-called happiness or distress, big, big plans. Simply bluffing. Indira Gandhi, one daridräëaà hata(?): "Poverty drive away." Now she is poverty-stricken. "Oh, you want to drive away poverty? Now drive away your own poverty. Where is your position? How you can drive away? You do not dare to come out." Twelve nights. Within one day. Who has made this? This is possible for everyone. Why do they not care, this important knowledge? This knowledge is India's knowledge, and India government is callous. They are not interested in distributing this knowledge. Sarasvaté jïäna-khale yathä saté. Just like a person who has got enough knowledge, but he does not give it to others, it is to check the flame. Such a risky civilization... The knowledge is there, and people are kept in darkness. What is this? Tathä dehäntara-präptiù. So we are the only friends, within this world, of the human society.

Room Conversation with M.P.           April 15, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Çrémad-bhägavatam amalaà puräëam. This is the regrettable fact, that we have got in India the real knowledge.And we have locked up that knowledge.

Mr. Rajda: We have locked up. That is the greatest crime we have committed.

Indian (1): We have not allowed it to grow all over the world.

Prabhupäda: Jïäna-khala. Sarasvaté jïäna-khale yathä saté. There is a verse like this in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Jïäna-khale. If you have got some knowledge, you should distribute it. That will glorify you, not that "I have got some knowledge. I'll keep it secret." So India has got such exalted vast knowledge of spiritual life, and that is locked up. We are imitating the Western dog-dancing. This I wanted to bring to your notice. This will not do any good. So some arrangement should be made that this exalted knowledge of India must be distributed. That I have begun with my humble...

By evolutionary process, when we come to the human form of life, it is meant for understanding this science. So this opportunity there is, but we are blocking them not to take this knowledge and try to understand how to jump like cats and dogs. Greatest disservice to the human society. We have got such chance, so instead of helping you to get the chance, if I mislead you another way, is it not greatest disservice?

Prabhupäda: This is the verse. kämaà vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé. (Hindi) So vast knowledge.

Giriräja: Should I read?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Giriräja: "During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira the clouds showered all the water that people needed."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Read the original verse.

Giriräja: Oh, I'm sorry.

kämaà vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé siñicuù sma vrajän gävaù payasodhasvatér mudä
Prabhupäda: Translation?

Giriräja: "During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira the cloud showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) Now read the purport.

Lokanätha: "The basic principle of economic development is centered on the land and cows. The necessities of human society are food grains..."

Prabhupäda: About the land and cows, this is Bhagavad-gétä, mentioned, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. 

Never recommends  factory. (Ed: industry and associated business)

Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. 

So there is no question of giving protection to the cows if it gives milk only. No. Go-rakñya.
There MUST be protection to the cow.

THIS is Kåñëa consciousness.

Even the cows pass urine and stool, that is beneficial.

And if it gives milk, then there is no question.
Hm. What is that?

Lokanätha: "The necessities of human society are food grains, fruits, milk, minerals, clothing, wood, etc. (reads Bhägavatam purport, 1.5.4) ...Has this civilization produced anything but quarreling individually and nationally?"

Prabhupäda: Simply fighting. They are not peaceful. That's all. Where is peace? You'll be surprised. During gas scarcity the gas was being supplied in Honolulu. This was in our presence. So the gas supply, whatever they had, distributed, and they had one sign board, "No more gas." So next man was so angry that he shot him dead. Just see. He had no more gas; he cannot supply. He became so much infuriated that he shot him dead. This is the result of this modern motorcar civilization. He thought that "Gas will not be supplied. Then I am gone. I am finished. So kill this man." This is education. (Hindi)

Provided we train at least some ideal men, everything can be done.
Everything is there. There is no scarcity of knowledge in India.

We have to simply take it and practically apply it, bas.
(Hindi) We are not sentimental (laughs) religious group. 
Everything practical. 

Kåñëa consciousness is not like that, sentiment.

Everything scientific, practical, for the good of the whole human society.
Therefore I require that this must be pushed on for the whole human society, and naturally India also. (aside:) [ ]

Prabhupäda: This is the greatest harmful civilization. They are keeping them in ignorance for that.
Anyway, if people agree to take our guidance,
we can change the face of the world. That is a fact.

Whole world will be peaceful immediately.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Maybe a possible name for this could be "Kåñëa: Messiaù of the Harijanas." 'Cause he published, "Who is..." They need a messiaù.

Prabhupäda: Every one of us messiaù. Anyone Kåñëa conscious, he's the messiaù. Every one. Why one? All of us. Gauräìgera bhakta-gaëe, jane jane çakti dhari, brahmäëòa tari saksi(?): "The devotee of Lord Caitanya, every one has so immense power that every one, they can deliver the whole universe." Gauräìgera bhakta-jane, jane jane çakti..., brahmäëòa tari... That is Gauräìga's men.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Only you are that powerful, Çréla Prabhupäda. We're like...

Prabhupäda: Why you are not? You are my disciples.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We're like the bugs.

Prabhupäda: "Like father, like son." You should be. Gauräìgera bhakta..., jane. Everyone. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära' ei deça. He asked everyone, "Just become guru."
Follow His instruction. (Ed: then...) You become guru. Ämära äjïäya.
Don't manufacture ideas. Ämära äjïäya.
"What I SAY, YOU DO. (Ed: then...)

You become a guru."
Where is the difficulty? "And what is Your äjïä?" Yäre dekha täre kaha kåñëa-upadeça. Bas. Everything is there in the Bhagavad-gétä.
You simply repeat. That's all. You become guru.

To become a guru is not difficult job.

Follow Caitanya Mahäprabhu and speak what Kåñëa has said. Bas.
You become guru. [ ]

Tamäla Kåñëa: So there's certain stipulations to our taking responsibility for the one hundred million harijanas.
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. We can take them. Why one hundred million? Whole universe we can take. It is Kåñëa ...

Method is simple:

you have to follow Caitanya Mahäprabhu and speak Bhagavad-gétä. Bas.
Where is the difficulty? Why one hundred million? All, whole universe we can take, provided they are prepared. Our business is not difficult.

What Caitanya Mahäprabhu has said we have to execute 

and speak Bhagavad-gétä. Bas. 

What I am doing? These two things are. Not at all. But these rascal will not take.

Prabhupäda: (Hindi conversation) 
I have gone through variety stages of life. 
So I have got full experience of this material world. 
I don't want it. 
That determination is there. 
Society, family, love, friendship, these nonsense, everything--out! 
I have tasted. I am no more interested with this material. 
That is niñkiïcana. Finished.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Distaste for all worldly things.

Prabhupäda: That I am realizing, 

that Kåñëa pushed, dragged me through all circumstances, 

that "These are useless." 

Niñkiïcanasya bhagavad-bhajanonmukha... That is required. 

Just like Jagäi and Mädhäi. They were made to promise, "No more." "Yes sir, no more." "Then I accept you. That's all right." "No." 

And they made it, kept their promise. They became faithful.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually you also demand of us that promise. "Now whatever you have done, never mind, but no more. Follow these four principles." That means if the devotees don't follow, then they will not make advancement.

Prabhupäda: They are breaking their promise. Before accepting them, I make him promise. They promise it. If they break, what can I do?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Then the connection, the contract is finished.

Prabhupäda: This should be the principle. "No more this." Then he becomes fit. Ära nahe väkya.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Therefore accepting initiation is a serious matter.

Prabhupäda: Initiation means seriously take up the...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Vow.

Prabhupäda: And if you make it a fun business, 

then I become implicated, you become implicated.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In what way does the spiritual master become...?

Prabhupäda: Well, this is then something.(?)

Tamäla Kåñëa: He has to work very hard on behalf of the disciple...

Prabhupäda: No. To accept his sinful reaction.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He does that?

Prabhupäda: It is not easy job to become a spiritual master. Yes. Then when it is overloaded, you'll suffer.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Kåñëa transfers the sinful reaction unto the spiritual master from the disciple.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Why? Is it because there will be such a heavy...?

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa says... That is the principle. This is, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi. "You have to take all the sinful reactions." This is the principle, that Kåñëa is God. He can nullify everything. But I am not God. When it is overloaded, I have to suffer. This is the principle that the Christian idea that Christ takes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The trouble with the Christians is that they never relieved Christ. They go on sinning. That's not love.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The principle is that the spiritual master takes all the resultant sinful action, 

but the disciple also says that "Now, stop it. Otherwise my spiritual master..." 

That is gentleman. 

And "Now use that thing, go on taking our sinful reaction. We will go on with our own business."

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's not loving at all. That is taking advantage.

Prabhupäda: That is cheating.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Cheating.

Prabhupäda: The same cheating. 

And he is not liberated because he continues cheating.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Frankly, though, we can see by Christianity that some defect is there. Either it's probably not there on the part of Jesus. He could have given them a way to purify themself, but they...

Prabhupäda: One chance, 

that "You have accepted me, I take your all sinful reactions." 

But these rascals continue.
Tamäla Kåñëa: His point was that "Now you must continue to follow my instructions."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Otherwise why ten commandments? And these rascals took it that "I shall not follow any of you. You take our sinful reaction. It is very good religion."

Tamäla Kåñëa: And therefore they say no one is more merciful than Jesus.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Even if... We are doing anything, but he still forgives us.

Prabhupäda: This is going on. Therefore according to history, he retired. That is resurrection. He went to Kashmir. "It is hopeless."

Tamäla Kåñëa: He didn't die on the cross.

Prabhupäda: It is not possible to kill him. Such a great personality, representative of God, he is not killed. That is not possible.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Simply by putting some wounds.

Prabhupäda: He made a show that "I am killed." That is resurrection. And when you finished your business, then he will go (indistinct).

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, they say that when he got down they rubbed his body with oils.

Prabhupäda: He was a great yogi and so on.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You remember in that book you were reading, The Aquarian Gospel. It mentioned how he learned yoga when he came to India.

Prabhupäda: We admit. Guru Mahäräja said çaktyäveça-avatära, powerful incarnation. Therefore whenever there was question of Jesus, I never disrespected Jesus. Never criticized him, because I know that he is powerful representative of God. We took it from Guru Mahäräja.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Your Guru Mahäräja would sometimes...

Prabhupäda: He said that Christ is çaktyäveça-avatära, as Buddha. How he can be otherwise? He sacrificed everything for God. He cannot be ordinary man.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You want (indistinct)?

Prabhupäda: Hm. That Melbourne meeting, it was... You were present?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, I heard about it. With the monks, I think.

Prabhupäda: They very much appreciated. 

Because they saw that I have got full respect for Christ and his real disciples. 

And actually we have. Why not? 

He said, "Thou shalt not kill," and they are interpreting killing. This is going on. And they are Christians. Just see how much cheating. It is clearly written, "Thou shalt not kill." 

And their only business is killing, and still, they are Christians. 

How much cheating it is. 

Whatever little success is in our movement, the cause is I have not tried to cheat. 

Honestly, what I knew, 

I heard it from Guru Mahäräja and scripture, I took it. 

There was no cheating. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes, why not?

Ram Jethmalani: We won't eat in your presence.
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.
Ram Jethmalani: I will be very glad to see that you have taken. Bring immediately.

Prabhupäda: dadäti pratigåhëäti guhyam äkhyäti påcchati bhuìkte bhojayate caiva ñaò-vidhaà préti-lakñaëam
Six kinds of loving exchange. One of them is bhuìkte bhojayate. (Hindi conversation) This is, out of the six items, the two items. (Hindi) Dadäti pratigåhëäti. (Hindi) 

This is the science of love. 

Everything is there.

Ram Jethmalani: What are the other four? You told us two.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Tamäla Kåñëa: He is asking what are the other four symptoms of loving exchanges.

Prabhupäda: These six is sufficient.
Tamäla Kåñëa: You gave two. He wanted to know what the first...

Prabhupäda: Oh, dadäti pratigåhëäti, to give and to accept. And (Hindi), 

to give him food, and when he offers, take it. 

You open your mind to him and let him open his mind to you. Guhyam äkhyäti påcchati. Guhyam means confidential. 

Unless you love me, how can I speak to you my confidential subject? 

So give and take, the English word is love. 

This is love, beginning. In European, American countries there is free love. So they offer flower. He or she accepts. And in this way love begins. Kåñëa also says, 

love of Kåñëa begins also in that way. 

Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam. (break) These things. Simply with love if you offer to Kåñëa, Kåñëa: aham açnämi, "I eat." Is Kåñëa hungry? Tad aham açnämi. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. Tad aham açnämi. Yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. The real thing is love. Patraà puñpam is no value. Or luci puri is no value. The real value is love. Yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. 

Therefore he does not accept anything from anyone else unless he is a devotee. 

This word is used, yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. (Hindi) You understand Hindi?

Room Conversation (r2) with Yadubara (after seeing film)                 April 17, 1977, Bombay

Yadubara: Do you think there should be any sequel to this film? In other words, to carry on the philosophy?

Prabhupäda: No, you have given the evolution of from fish to plant, plant to insect, bird, animal. That can be little elaborately, evolution. Then human being, full consciousness. Now, this is the chance for understanding God. And if they are still kept in darkness like the animals, that's a dangerous civilization. Refusing the opportunity to the humanity. By knowing this, you can get out of this continual evolutionary process. That is antimaterial world, Vaikuëöha world, where you can actually live. Na jäyate na mriyate vä. He does not take birth, neither dies, and dances with Kåñëa. That is life. That we are wanting. We are seeking after. It is not possible here. Here you have to go through the evolutionary process again and again if you don't take the opportunity for going back to home, back to... Then it is your misfortune.

Indian man (3): Swamiji, excuse me. I don't see any difference between the person to person.

Prabhupäda: There is difference. Cat and dog, there is difference. An intelligent man and a rascal is difference. There must be difference. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. How you say there is no difference? 

A brähmaëa is brähmaëa. 

A kñatriya is kñatriya. 

Vaiçya is vaiçya. 

That is real understanding. 

If you say, "Everyone is brähmaëa," that's not good.

Indian man (3): But we have been told to see only one consciousness, one life, between indi...

Prabhupäda: That oneness is on the spiritual platform. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati, samaù sarveñu [Bg. 18.54]. That is another thing. But so long you have got a bodily concept of life, you must divide: cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. That is wanted. 

Just like in my body there is division. 

There is head. There is hand. There is leg. There is belly. 

So they have got different activities. The head is important. 

If you cut the head, then whole thing is finished.

Indian man (3): We need the substratum because of which we identify with the processes.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Indian man (3): We need the substratum because of which we see the differences.

Prabhupäda: Difference is there in your body. Do you think the head and the leg the same thing?

Indian man (3): But certain occupation...

Prabhupäda: No, no, I mean to say that you have to take work from the head and from the leg, but head and leg different. Sva-karmaëä tam abhyarcya [Bg. 18.46]. That is science. If you want to take the work of head from the leg, that is foolishness. Head must remain head, leg must remain leg, but you take the work of leg for walking; you take the work of the brain for thinking. That is wanted. Evasive is no good. So anyway, our mission is that Indians especially, they should take advantage of Bhagavad-gétä—not by distorting the meaning. As it is. You cannot distort the statement of Bhagavad-gétä. Then you defy the authority of Bhagavad-gétä. 

You manufacture your own way. That is very bad. 

Then there is no authority. 

Sarvam etad åtaà manye yad vadasi keçava [Bg. 10.14]. As Arjuna... 

"Whatever You say, I have accepted." 

That is the need, not that "I am very learned scholar; I can change the meaning." That is not good. You are not greater authority than Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: And you want cloth. That is primary necessities. 

So if you become independent about these things, 

your eighty percent economic problem is solved. 

So this is a wrong type of civilization only. 

That Gandhi's program was very nice. 

We want to revive.

Mr. Dwivedi: No, we... In fact, we have sent our students at Sabarmati Ashram itself, and the person... He is still with us. He's top of the list in the Sabarmati Ashrama, who was doing it.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, we can take up this enterprise immediately. Whether we can induce the villagers, neighboring inhabitants, to cooperate? That is wanted. Otherwise what we shall do with this building?

That we were discussing, rasa, catur-vidhä-rasa, dharma, artha, käma, mokña. So we have to educate them to be attracted by the mokña-rasa. Then they'll stay. Unless there is rasa... Just like if you put a little sugar, small black ants will come immediately. The rasa is there. Raso vai saù. If... If you cannot attract people to some rasa, they'll not stay. Just like these Americans, foreigners, they have tasted little rasa in Kåñëa consciousness. Therefore they are sticking. That we have to create. That is bhakti-rasa. So our first beginning is that the villagers may come, we have our temple, and they chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, and give them nice prasädam. And then, gradually, they will be attracted to this rasa. So that we want. So if we people cooperate... We have got our program already. The present problem is that they are being attracted with this artha-rasa. There are four kinds of rasa, catur-rasa: dharma, artha, käma, mokña. So somebody is tasting dharmärtha, ritualistic ceremonies. Somebody is economic development in the cities, artha. Somebody is attracted, sense enjoyment, sex. And somebody, very pure, mokña-rasa. Catur-rasa. So in the Kåñëa consciousness all the four rasas are there. Simply we have to present. So that is possible by the bhakti-rasa. Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù smaraëaà päda-sevanam, arcanaà vandanam... So we have to begin. The villagers must come, sit down and chant Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, and give them prasädam. If you can bring them, so far money is concerned for giving prasädam, that we shall arrange. 

Then, gradually, let them be engaged in spinning all their necessities of life, 

in plowing, 

in protection of the cows. They get some... 

We have done it already in foreign countries—

enough milk, enough vegetables, enough food grains. 

They're so happy. They're so happy. 

This nonsense civilization, attracting to earn money and construct anthill... These skyscraper buildings are as good as the anthill. It has no meaning. But they are constructing. So the change of attraction. Raso vai saù. 

All the rasas, they should be trained up to take it from Kåñëa. 

Just like Dhruva Mahäräja. Svämin kåtärtho 'smi varaà na yäce: "I have got the rasa from You. I don't want anything more." This is perfection. Otherwise, for these material rasas, punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm. That I was discussing last night. They have got sex rasa at home. Still, they're going prostitute-hunting. (break) "Mahatma Gandhi, you have got influence over the Muslims. Why don't you stop cow-killing?" And he said, "Oh, how can I stop it? It is their religion."

Mr. Dwivedi: Which is not a fact.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Mr. Dwivedi: Which is also not a fact. Which is also not a fact.

Prabhupäda: I do not wish to discuss our...

Mr. Dwivedi: Because he tried to mix politics with religion...

Prabhupäda: Yes!

Mr. Dwivedi: And therefore...

Prabhupäda: It was failure.

Mr. Dwivedi: ...he could not succeed.

Prabhupäda: It was failure.

Mr. Dwivedi: If he had tried only religion or only social reform...

Prabhupäda: There is no question of religion. Religion is... Dharma, artha, käma, mokña, they are everything. Religion follows same thing, not that religion is impractical.

Mr. Dwivedi: It is nobody's religion, what little I know of the few religions, that to advise that "You must take a particular type of flesh and not the other type."

Prabhupäda: No, flesh you can take if you are carnivorous, but not this cow's flesh. That is particularly instructed in Bhagavad-gétä, kåñi-go-rakñya. Kåñëa did not say that "You be non-meat-eater." That is not possible. Jévo jévasya jévanam. Every living entity is living by eating another living entity. That is the laws of nature. But there are different types, so in the human society, if there are persons who want to eat flesh, so they can eat that nonimportant, small animal. But don't touch cow. That is Gétä's instruction. Go-rakñya, He has particularly said. If you are so mean that you have to eat some flesh, there are hogs, dogs, and... And you can eat. But don't touch cow. 

Gandhi posed himself as a great student of Bhagavad-gétä, 

but he did not understand a single line. 

That is the defect. Gandhi took it, Bhagavad-gétä, as a childish play. 

Dangerous... Therefore country is ruined. (Ed: “our Society”?)

You must take Bhagavad-gétä as it is. 

Then there is authority. You cannot change it. 

If you change it, where is the authority? 

Can you change the simple law, "Keep to the right; keep to the left"? No. It is authority. If the direction is "Keep to the right," you must keep to the right. You cannot say that "What is the wrong if I keep to the left?" Then there is no authority. So Gandhi, Tilak, and Aurobindo and so on, so on, they took Bhagavad-gétä as a childish play. Whatever they want, they interpret that. And Vivekananda supported, yato mata tato patha: "You can have your own opinion." 
These are all nonsense. 

Therefore country is ruined. (Ed: “Society”)

You must take AS IT IS. 

THEN it will be... 

You cannot change the authority of Bhagavad-gétä: 

Kåñëa says, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya...
Mr. Dwivedi: Vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam.
Prabhupäda: So go-rakñya, not... Just like Vinoba Bhave recently, "Cows which have delivered milk should not be sacrificed." Kåñëa does not say, "Only the cows which are delivering milk, they should not be sent to slaughter." Go-rakñya. Even they are not delivering milk...

Mr. Dwivedi: Go-rakñya means go-rakñya.
Prabhupäda: Go-rakñya.
Mr. Dwivedi: Rakñya means go-rakñya. It doesn't mean that the sick should not be protected, the weak should not be protected. Go-rakñya means go-rakñya.
Prabhupäda: Yes. [ ]

Prabhupäda: So we can take up, we can immediately begin, but if local people cooperate, then we can do the rest. That is...

Mr. Dwivedi: There is no question of cooperation. We fully believe what you say. Cooperation means...

Prabhupäda: Cooperation means what we say they must do. 

(Ed: What Srila Prabhupada said to do WE MUST DO)

Mr. Dwivedi: We have firm faith in what you say.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Then we can take any...

Mr. Dwivedi: Cooperation can come even from a person who may not understand a whit.

Prabhupäda: No, cooperation means that.

Mr. Dwivedi: In our own small way we try to live to what Your Grace has been telling me. We live actually in life.

Prabhupäda: Don't try to... That is cooperation. 

Don't try to amend the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä. 

That is cooperation. The rascals, they amend. And what can I do? I can use this strong word. This is used in the Bhagavad-gétä, müòhäù, narädhamäù, duñkåtinaù. So it is not my manufacture. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamäù. Why we should amend Kåñëa's word? Surrender and do. That is cooperation. All these swamis who...

Mr. Dwivedi: Are we even one millionth of what Kåñëa was? If we are even one millionth of what Kåñëa was, we...

Prabhupäda: No, you are. You are. Kåñëa says. You are sample of Kåñëa.

Mr. Dwivedi: We are sample of Kåñëa. Correct.

Prabhupäda: But... So your duty is to cooperate. Mamaiväàço jéva-bhütaù. Living entities, Kåñëa says, they are part and parcel. Just like this finger is part and parcel of my body. It's duty, primary duty, is to cooperate what I say. I say the finger, "Come here." Immediately... That is the duty. That is cooperation. And I say the finger, "Come here," and finger goes anywhere, that is not cooperation. 

Similarly, what ever Kåñëa says, 

you do it. 

That is cooperation. 

Then it will be successful. 

Second Meeting with Mr. Dwivedi           April 24, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) If you agree to cooperate with me, you'll see immediately. Because I want to deliver the real thing, therefore in my feeble health I am prepared to go.

If one man can understand, that I want to see.
I am traveling all over the world to see that at  at least  one man may understand.
They have spoiled the whole situation by misinterpreting, by malinterpreting, and by bringing some rascal and pose as leader. The whole world is spoiled.

My, this farming program, theoretically there is  no comparison.
But practically people are accustomed in different way.

To bring them to the program it will take some time.

Otherwise my program is :

assured happiness, 

happiness assurance, if they  get...

Have your own food grown. 
Keep cows.

Have your own crops. 
Chant Hare Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That goes for all over the world.

Prabhupäda: DON’T go to the city.

That is my  determination.

The hellish city.
(ED: EVEN WORSE, DON’T TURN THE FARMS INTO CITIES!!!

Room Conversation                  April 28, 1977, Bombay                                                             

Prabhupäda: Niñkiïcanasya. One who has decided that 
"This world is useless. 

I have to take birth repeatedly and accept different types of bodies and suffer." Body means... 

Those who have understood this fact and disgusted, so bhakti line is for them. 

One who has the tendency to enjoy this material world, 

and they are taking advantage of God, 

"Give me good wife, give me good work, good meal, good enjoyment," 

they are not in the bhakti line. They are in the very nascent stage.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Nescient stage?

Prabhupäda: Lower stage. Vairägya-vidyä-nija-bhakti-yogam. That... There is one verse written by Sarvabhauma Bhaööäcärya. What page I don't... Çikñärtham. The bhakti-yoga, nija-bhakti-yoga... Bhakti-yoga means devotion to Kåñëa. And that is vairägya-vidyä, how to learn, renounce this world. Otherwise why Caitanya Mahäprabhu gave up His gåhastha life? He's the same person. Why Rüpa Gosvämé gave up their ministership? By their personal behavior they are showing this is not required. This is vairägya-vidyä. 

So under the circumstances, those who have no vairägya, 

they cannot live in the temple. 

They are taking advantage of the temple facilities for their sense enjoyment. 

Do you understand?
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, I do.

Prabhupäda: So that should be stopped. So to live with wife, together as a gåhastha, and enjoy gåhastha life, at the same time to live in temple, this should be discouraged. Temple is meant for brahmacäré and sannyäsé, our, mainly, not for gåhastha, because they have got inclination to enjoy. To live with wife means enjoyment. They'll have sex. This should be discouraged. But one who is absolutely required, they also cannot be allowed to live together. It is badly done(?). Suppose if one is gåhastha, he is in devotional service, but he has no money to look after his wife. In that case the wife can live in the temple but separately with women, not together. Together living is very disturbing. It is not at all recommended. Give this point. At least, this should not be encouraged.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Generally in our temples, within the temple building no gåhasthas live together, but in the temple compound, that is to say, around the temple, there may be other buildings. There they live together. But it's...

Prabhupäda: No, I am speaking, within the temple.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I think practically all over the society that has been stopped, the gåhastha living together with wife. I don't think there's any case like that. But in the adjoining buildings they might be...

Prabhupäda: Adjoining buildings... 

But the temple should not provide them with salary to enjoy their life. 

That is same thing.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Generally the temples are providing them with apartments, like that.

Prabhupäda: But that is temple.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Just like we have got so many tenants. They are living in their own. But they have no connection with the temple, neither the temple is paying them or... No, they are earning their own way.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In other words, if the temple provides an apartment, it's the same as paying a salary.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: In other words, giving an apartment is the same thing as providing a salary.

Prabhupäda: All right, apartment can be... But what is this? They are given high salary. Because his service is essential--"All right, you take apartment."

Tamäla Kåñëa: But not...

Prabhupäda: You take prasädam. 

But why salary? 

Where is the question of salary? 

Where is vairägya, renouncement? 

So in all circumstances the salary process should be stopped. 

One who wants salary, he can work outside. (Ed: salary from “outside work”)
Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually, even if you don't give a salary, if you give an apartment and you give food and you give all these other things for someone to maintain his household life...

Prabhupäda: Because his service is essential.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But that has to be determined very strictly.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. Whether his service is absolutely required? So you give him.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That is the factor. That point must be clearly acknowledged.

Prabhupäda: Hm hm. So he's trying to practice... 

Because sevonmukhe, if he gives service, then gradually he'll renounce. 

Sevonmukhe hi jihvädau svayam eva sphuraty adaù. God realization means service. The more you give service to the Lord, the more you become advanced in devotional... So one who is giving service, dedicated life, so maybe... 

But no salary. 

They may live in the temple, woman separate, man separate.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They're... But the actual thing is that they're being, living together in an apartment, and the temple is paying for that apartment. They're not living separately in the temple. They're being...

Prabhupäda: That is to be discouraged. What do you think?

Giriräja: I agree.

Prabhupäda: In Los Angeles it is very freely going on. 

In the name of Vaiñëavism they are drawing salary, 

living comfortably, having sense enjoyment. 

This is not good, not at all. 

So you all high officers, you think over it and do the needful.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Vairägya should be cultivated.

Prabhupäda: Vairägya... 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu says clearly that niñkiïcanasya bhagavad-bhajanonmukhasya. 

The bhagavad-bhajana, to become devotee of the Lord, 

means he's disgusted with this material world. 

For him, bhagavad-bhajana. Just like if I become disgusted with something, I require some change, similarly, 

bhagavad-bhajana is for him who is absolutely disgusted with this material world. 

And anyone who has got little interest in material enjoyment, 

he's not fit for bhagavad-bhajana. 

He'll have to accept again this material body, 

either he becomes Brahmä or becomes an ant in the stool, according to his karma. 
Karmaëä daiva-netreëa jantur deha-upapattaye. He'll have to develop certain type of body according to his desire of enjoyment. 

This is nature's law. 

Then where is the question of going back to home, back to Godhead? 

Why so many varieties of life? 

There is Brahmä, and there is ant in the stool. So vairägya-vidyä-nija... Väsudeve bhagavati bhakti-yogaù prayojitaù, janayaty äçu vairägyam. And vairägyam means jïänam ca. When one is in full knowledge that "To remain in this material world is useless for me"--jïänam--"I am simply wasting my time by repetition of birth and death," then he can have vairägya. "Stop this!" 

If this sense is not awakened, there is no bhakti. 

It is not so easy. 

Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati. 

That is vairägya. So vairägya-vidyä... 

Otherwise why big, big persons, they renounced everything? 

Bharata Mahäräja, young man, the emperor of the whole world, gave up everything. Caitanya Mahäprabhu personally teaches, young man, good, beautiful wife, young wife, so affectionate mother, so much honor in the society, Nimäi Paëòita, so beautiful body... Tyaktvä sudustyaja-surepsita-räjya-lakñmém. Surepsita. Caitanya Mahäprabhu's position was, even the demigods, they desired such family life. But He still gave up. That is teaching. Therefore Sarvabhauma Bhaööäcärya says, vairägya-vidyä-nija-bhak..., çikñärtham: "to teach others." He understood that in order to teach others vairägya-vidyä... He is the Supreme Person. Vairägya-vidyä-nija-bhakti-yoga-çikñärtham ekaù puräëa-puruñaù: "That He was, Supreme Lord. Now He has appeared as Çré Kåñëa Caitanya."Çaréra-dhäré: "He has accepted one body as Çré Kåñëa Caitanya." 

So these things should be stopped, 

that they should live comfortably with husband and wife, children, 

and take salary from the... You decide. 

This is not to our... 

Besides that, in our BBT it is clearly written that "Fifty percent for printing book, and fifty percent for..." 

So you cannot violate this. 

Those who can give voluntary service, "Welcome." Otherwise we don't require. 

At least they should not be given any salary. 

That is very bad. This is against principle.
Tamäla Kåñëa: I was reading the life sketch of Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. He always maintained a government service job, and still...

Prabhupäda: He gave so much service to Kåñëa. From his family maintenance... He could have renounced, but he said that the family has to be maintained. So he... Markaöa-vairägya. 

Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura was against giving sannyäsa. 

He didn't like these bäbäjés. They were markaöa-vairägya, superficially... Markaöa-vairägya means monkey. They live naked, eat fruits, live in the jungle. That is vairägya. But three dozen wives. Markaöa-vairägya. Markaöa means monkey. Superficially vairägya, nägä-bäbä. They eat vegetables, fruits, live in the jungle, no house, or, all, everything like vairägya. But sex. We have... I have seen in Våndävana. They have got a party, each monkey, women's party, and the male will come to any female, "Now ready," "Enter." You can see it. Markaöa-vairägya nähi paraloka dasaya(?).So this should not be encouraged. Then gradually it will deteriorate into...

Tamäla Kåñëa: The Christians had that happen to them.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: The Christian religion had that deterioration. Everything deteriorated more and more into sense gratification.

Prabhupäda: Because they have no valid philosophy. 

It is simply official. 

They have nothing, no knowledge, no nothing, simply that dress and cloth. 

That's all. 

Tamäla Kåñëa: Just like the original... When Jesus was there and he had twelve disciples, they simply gave up everything and traveled with him and tried to preach. So they were renunciates, living simply whatever they could take, nothing more, and devoting their lives to God. But the followers later on, more and more they added the degree of sense gratification, till now you can't see any renunciation at all within their order.

Prabhupäda: No, they are drinking. They are having homosex. They are encouraging homosex, giving man-to-man marriage. You know that? This is going on. Doing everything nonsense.

Giriräja: Actually their leader...

Prabhupäda: And they are concluding that they cannot stop committing sins and Jesus Christ will take account for them. Therefore it is very good religion, that 

"We can do whatever nonsense we like, 

and if we keep our faith in Jesus Christ, then we are saved." Päpa-buddhiù, nämno baläd päpa-buddhiù. 

Great offenders. So what news?

Giriräja: Well, the reason I came up is I'm going to try to phone Mr. Rajda now.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: He's suggesting that if the Prime Minister can't give that much time, whether you would go to see him? Actually, if you give the idea that Prabhupäda wants to see him in the morning hours...

Giriräja: Yeah, I'm going to.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I mean, if he says that that's not possible...

Prabhupäda: That is not respectful.
Giriräja: No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Not at all respectful.

Prabhupäda: Then he does not know how to honor a saintly person. 

It is useless to meet him. 

If he has no respect for saintly person, 

if he thinks greater than saintly person, then he's useless.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Then nothing will come of it, anyway. And if we give this opportunity, that he come in the morning, if he...

Prabhupäda: No, no, apart from that, if he has got that sense, that 

"I am very big man, so everyone should come here," 

he's useless. 

We cannot do anything with him.
Giriräja: That's what I thought.

Prabhupäda: Very beginning is...

Giriräja: On the wrong foot.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, he has to come to see you, Çréla Prabhupäda. Oh, there's so many examples in the çästra of great personalities.

Prabhupäda: Even Caitanya Mahäprabhu refused to see, what to speak of going there.

Giriräja: I agree with you.

Prabhupäda: Even big, big kings, Akbar, Mansingh, they used to, used to come to Rüpa Gosvämé.

Giriräja: No, I agree with you completely.

Prabhupäda: Did... He demanded like that?

Giriräja: No. When I spoke to Mr. Rajda I said that the Prime Minister should come here, and Mr. Rajda agreed. But just now, when I... I just spoke to Gopäla. I was on my way to make the call. So he said that I should just ask you about this.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Giriräja: I was just going to phone, and I mentioned to Gopäla Kåñëa Prabhu that I was going to make this call. So I said that, you know, the Prime Minister was going to be coming here, so he... And I said that I also, in the call I wanted to make that very clear so there was no mistake. And he said that, well, he might be too busy to come here and that he...

Prabhupäda: Gopäla said.

Giriräja: Yeah. So I thought it would be better just to...

Prabhupäda: No, there is no question of.

Giriräja: Yeah. No, I agree completely. I mean, you're millions and billions of times greater than anyone, so there's no question...

Prabhupäda: No, apart from that, if one has no proper respect for a saintly person, he's useless man. You cannot have any benefit. Or neither he can derive any benefit.

Giriräja: Yeah.

Tamäla Kåñëa: From all sides.

Giriräja: Because he'll think he has nothing to learn, that he is already in the best position.

Prabhupäda: And we don't require any from, anything from them, but for the whole human society's welfare we can suggest him, "Do like this." That is our... But we don't require anything from them.
Giriräja: I know that. This is your...

Prabhupäda: Of course, sometimes we are in difficulty. We ask them something.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But that's their duty, anyway. Kñatriyas should provide protection for the saintly person.

Giriräja: Anyway, our real protector is Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Giriräja: He has... Because we've seen so many difficulties. Nobody could see any solution, but...

Prabhupäda: That one Caitanya Mahäprabhu's devotee was ordered to be hanged.

Giriräja: I didn't know that.

Prabhupäda: Gopénätha Paööanäyaka.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: All the devotees approached Caitanya Mahäprabhu, thinking that "He must... The king will excuse him." He never agreed. "Oh, I cannot do that. If he has done something wrong, then let him..." Of course, he was saved and protected by Caitanya Mahäprabhu's good wish, but He never agreed. These are some of the examples that... Simply depend on Kåñëa. But if they are actually respectful, we can ask them. There is... But if it is difficult job... Viñayiëäà sandarçanäm atha yoñit... We cannot keep so strictly, but these are the principles taught by Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Giriräja: So that principle about living together and salary...

Prabhupäda: That is...

Giriräja: That is meant to apply everywhere in the society.
Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. This is exploitation of the Society.

Giriräja: I know. Since I've been preaching more, I've been able to see how much labor and endeavor is going in just to maintain so many idle people. I know you've been saying this for a long time, and now, you know, I feel the strength to actually change that, that only those who are really sincere workers can stay.

Prabhupäda: Otherwise no need. We need their service, but not by being salaried. 

That is not good. (end) 

Morning Conversation               April 29, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: [ ]Great story. Never mind. Now we... From my part, whatever is possible. 

Now you take care. That is my request. 

Don't spoil it. 

Now it is up to you. 

My, this ailment... I can pass away at any moment. My health is not good. I am old man. It is not surprising. 

Now you GBC, young boys, all, American, expert, 

you have got all intelligence, resources, so don't spoil. 

Let the movements go forward more and more. 

Now you have got nice places, filled with devotees. (Ed:?) Don't be anxious for me. That, Kåñëa will take. And even if I go, where is the harm? Old man.

I have given my ideas   and direction   in my books.
People appreciate. I think from my side I have done everything. Is it not? Do you think or not?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, you have done everything.

Prabhupäda: Hm? So you are young men, American boys.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Still, we want the whole Bhägavatam, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: That will be done. Even it is not fulfilled, so there is no harm. But don't send me, in any case, in hospital. Now I am pointing out this. They are useless.

April 29, 1977, Bombay
Prabhupäda: So far money is here, scattered, you can take charge and do the needful. I kept some money here, there, just to... But now you can take charge of the all money, one or two or three of you, and let me remain free from all management. And only request is, don't spoil it. I sometimes chastise everyone that may not be spoiled. You are taking care of everything, but still more careful. 
I can live without any food, simply taking these fruits. There is no difficulty.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, there are people who do that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. And we don't care for the lunch. What is the... I am sitting idly. I haven't got to work hard. I don't require food, little fruits even. Those who are working, they require food to get strength, but I am sitting idly, and brain is working. So so far my physical necessity, there is no necessity of food. But I may not so depend on that going to the bath, toilet… 

                   (continued)

Prabhupäda: So hold meeting daily and chalk out program. Do very diligently everything so I can see that things are going on nicely without my managerial interference. That will make me happy. And I'll go on writing. There is... (pause) You are feeling all right?

Upendra: Yes, Prabhupäda. I was just thinking of... When you were speaking about not eating... We take pleasure in watching you eat. It is our pleasure to see you eat and enjoy the prasädam. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...mentally to keep the brain, little fruit, milk, is sufficient. 

So I may live only on fruit or milk.
There is no difficulty. What is the use of taking cäpäöis and rice?
Tamäla Kåñëa: Of course, when you have a taste for it, then you should take.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is practice. 

As food value, fruits and milk is sufficient.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. Habit is there also.

Prabhupäda: All the great saintly persons in India, they used to live in forest. 

What food? Only fruits and milk. Sometimes they use to take grains. 

Otherwise milk and... 

Simple milk is all food,
cow's milk. 

I want to take cow's milk.

This is all  rubbish. (April 29)
Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh. Really?

Prabhupäda:              Little cow's milk twice.

But we are projecting this path for them:

let them remain in their home,

produce their own food only and cloth and chant Hare Kåñëa.
This is our policy.

Our policy means Kåñëa's policy.
Let them have sufficiently to eat, and they'll be all satisfied. 

If the mind is Kåñëa conscious, then they don't want anything, either liquor or meat or anything. No. This is the advantage. And this is not social... What is that? That first of all drag him from the innocent life of village and engage him in the factory in the hope of getting more money, and then he's habituated to liquor. When he cannot pay, they purchase this poison and die.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Like in Bombay.

Prabhupäda: Like rats(?). Is that progress like that? Keep them daridra forever and take credit--"daridra-näräyaëa." Just see. Simply bluffing and cheating.

Trivikrama: Misdirected society. Misdirected. So how will we change?

Prabhupäda: Chant Hare Kåñëa. Kåñëa con... (break)

For this purpose we request every one of you that you

study Bhagavad-gétä very seriously as it is,

apply it in your practical life, and teach it to others.

That is perfection. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's... He says that "You become guru, everyone." (break)
Evening Darçan                       May 12, 1977, Hrishikesh

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) It will distribute India's glories. People will feel obliged to India, that "We have got this knowledge from India." Actually knowledge is here. There is no such knowledge all over the world.

bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma yära

janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära

Paropakära. India is meant for paropakära. India is not meant for exploiting others. But unfortunately the knowledge is... Sarasvaté jïäna-khale yathä saté. We have got the store of knowledge,

but we have kept it locked up, not distributed to the world.

They are called jïäna-khala.
One who has knowledge but he does not want to distribute it, that is, they are termed as jïäna-khala. So we should not be jïäna-khala. In India there is storehouse of spiritual knowledge, and every one of us should make our life successful by assimilating this knowledge and distribute all over the world. There is customer; there is appreciation. This is Kåñëa consciousness movement. (Hindi) Why you should be jïäna-khala? Na sädhu manye. Jïäna should be distributed. The modern scientists also, they have... If they have discovered something new, they go and distribute for the benefit of the whole human society.

Evening Darçana                       May 13, 1977, Hrishikesh
So anyone who is identifying with this body in either... According to Vedic civilization, the bodily identification is divided into eight: brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, and sannyäsa. Varëäçrama-dharma. So human civilization begins, according to Vedic understanding, when there is varëäçrama system. Otherwise it is not human civilization.

Therefore in the Bhagavad-gétä it is stated, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam.
This system

 should be followed.

Then, gradually, one has to come to the spiritual.
Chaotic Society cannot help us.

There must be systematic social order: 

brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, cätur-varëyam, and brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, and sannyäsa. Sannyäsa is not voluntary, but it is compulsory. At the last stage one must take sannyäsa. After fiftieth year one must take to vänaprastha, vanaà vrajet. This is system.

So... 

System of purification, how to become designationless. 

And if we keep the designation, then, çästra says, sa eva go-kharaù: "One who keeps the bodily designation, he's no better than the cows and the asses, animal." So Caitanya Mahäprabhu recommends that... Caitanya Mahä... This is the shastric, Vedic culture, that we have to purify ourselves from the bodily designation. That is called ceto-darpaëa-märjanam, cleansing the dirty things within the core of the heart, that "I am this"--"I am Indian," "I am American," "I am brähmaëa," "I am sannyäsé," "I am gåhastha," "I am white," "I am black." These are the dirty things. So these dirty things can be cleansed by chanting this Hare Kåñëa mantra. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. This chanting and hearing is puëya-çravaëa. If you do not know anything about, if you simply chant and hear, you become purified, puëya, because on account of dirty things, impious life, you have become covered by different bodies. Måtyu-saàsära-vartmani. Different bodies means the way of birth and death. That you have to stop. And that is stopped when you get Kåñëa; otherwise not. Therefore Kåñëa says, I think, in the Ninth Chapter... Find out this verse, 

açraddadhänäù puruñä dharmasyäsya parantapa, mäm apräpya.

 You cannot get Kåñëa. If you have no faith in Bhagavad-gétä, 

then you cannot get Kåñëa. If you don't care for Kåñëa, that is another thing, 

but if you want to get Kåñëa, 

then what Kåñëa says, you follow. Read.

Arrival Speech                May 17, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: So I cannot speak. I am feeling very weak. I was to go to other places like Chandigarh program, but I cancelled the program because the condition of my health is very deteriorating. So I preferred to come to Våndävana. If death takes place, let it take here.

So there is nothing to be said new.

Whatever I have to speak, 

I have  spoken  in my books. 

(Ed: “as FURTHER elucidated in conversations to my leading secretaries, managers and disciples”)
NOW  you try to understand IT  and continue your endeavor.
Whether I am present or not present, it doesn't matter. As Kåñëa is living eternally, similarly, living being also lives eternally. But kértir yasya sa jévati: "One who has done service to the Lord lives forever." So you have been taught to serve Kåñëa, and with Kåñëa we'll live eternally. Our life is eternal. Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére. A temporary disappearance of this body, it doesn't matter. Body is meant for disappearance. Tathä dehäntara-präptiù. So live forever by serving Kåñëa. Thank you very much.

Devotees: Jaya! (offer obeisances) (break)

{ED i.e paraphrasing: “If death takes place, there is nothing to be said new; for whatever I have to speak, I have already spoken in my books (conversations, lectures and letters) to date.  Therefore, if I pass away (NOW) there will be nothing to lament, so continue your endeavor.

“However, being aware of my imminent departure, I will more urgently and succinctly impress upon my sincere disciples (who are interested to hear) of my intense desire for the imperative need to implement varnasrama dharma for a multitude of reasons, principally to protect devotees from unavoidable participation in cow and bull slaughter through purchasing food thereby becoming more free from sinful life to be fixed up, attracted to devotional service and ultimately saved, and to REALLY preach.

“In this way the natural livelihoods primarily based on cooperative distribution of locally produced foodstuffs can be engaged satisfactorily through devotion with unity in variety.

“For the time the city temples may go on, but as devotees concentrate on the farms, develop a higher taste and see that life in rural communities is more convenient people will be attracted, preaching will naturally and exponentially expand and the city temples will reinvent themselves as outposts for fully trained up, realized and experienced preachers supported by local farms.

[In case the city temples struggle to survive financially, congregationally, devotionally or become automatically redundant through the success of the farming communities, they may be downsized or sold while they still have property value before the housing bubble bursts, the economy collapses, crime or terrorism devalues them etc., AND rural property purchased while it is still available or affordable, Deities and devotees saved and relocated to a safer, more favorable environment (i.e. Make Vrndavana).]

“However, from now on whatever I speak takes ultimate precedence over whatever is not consonant (i.e. city temples, restaurants, and other projects etc.) with my previous instructions on farms, varnasrama and self sufficiency as I endeavor to reinforce this priority.

“Those among you who, through strictly practicing, gradually become first class disciples and thus authorized as my representatives to study and then teach, will be able to understand my will through whatever I have said in my books (as purports to sastra) and elsewhere (conversations, lectures, sastra etc.), follow it themselves, explain it, guide and progressively implement it for the benefit of others through the executors (GBC, management).

In order to keep the movement genuine, potent, pure and progressive, sincere management must be vigilant to detect those within deviating from the standard basic principles and replace them with others to avoid setting the wrong example.

If the situation degenerates into a scenario of cheaters and cheated and the temples become pandemonium, honest disciples strictly following must act to save the movement and re-position (re-elect) faithful representatives as leaders. “One open eyes man is sufficient to lead”}
Discussions May 20, 1977 (and May 21, 1977; May 22, 1977), Våndävana
Indian man (1): (Hindi) (Hindi conversation with scattered English) (long pause, bells ringing in background) [break]

Prabhupäda: ...in that paper he wrote, "In case I die, these three men will be trustees, and the majority will be effective." So that scrap of paper, Tértha Mahäräja kept it. And later on, Guru Mahäräja wanted to make a constitution, but he avoided. But actually after his demise, that scrap of paper was presented in the high-court, and property was given. That is the...

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's... It was considered as a will.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No need of big, formal document.

Prabhupäda: He is the original founder. Automatically he wins. That's all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He recovered from that hernia operation.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) No, and later on, he did not undergo sur... He thought then doctor... After all, everyone has got sentiment. He thought it that "The doctor has been called to kill me." So he did not undergo the hernia operation.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He thought the doctor was paid off to kill him.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: 'Cause sometimes people were paid off to kill him.

Prabhupäda: So he did not go.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually you and your Guru Mahäräja are the greatest enemies of modern civilization in this century, Çréla Prabhupäda. So many people, materialists...

Prabhupäda: This is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission,

bhärata-bhümite haila manuñya-janma yära janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära

This is India's culture. The whole world is in darkness, and they are risking their life in the transmigration of one body to another, måtyu-saàsära-var... The rascals do not know what they are doing. They are simply taking account of few years. He does not know that he's eternal. A few years, a fragment, a pass, passing way, that's all. A passing flash. And bharam udvahato vimüòhän. This is Vaiñëava philosophy. This rascal... Mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän. Çoce tato vimukha-cetasa, mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän. This is Vaiñëava's concern that "These, what, rascals, they are doing?" That is Vaishnavism. "What these rascals are doing, jumping like monkey, wasting time?" That is Vaishnavism. Para-duùkha-duùkhé.
These rascals do not know, driving motorcar, 

"ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata-ghata." He's going to fall down in the sea, but rascal does not know. He's racing with a dog. Dog is also running with full speed, and he's showing, "Oh, I have got this car. This much proud I am."

Tamäla Kåñëa: Big dog.

Prabhupäda: Big dog.

And for that motorcar, 

so many tire tubes, 

so many parts, 

so many men engaged and money, policies and in completion, 

"Come here and compare with other 1970-year car." 

Have you seen the advertisement?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: All these things, this is going on. 

Chevrolet Company adver... "Bring other 1977 model and see what we have done." (Hindi)

Indian man (1): (Hindi)

Tamäla Kåñëa: So Prabhupäda has decided that the best medicine will be Çrémad-Bhägavatam and kértana, and no need of any doctors who've promised that "I will save your life" or anything like that. We shouldn't bring them. And no outsiders. No outsiders.

Indian man (1): No medicine for the body?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No medicine.

Prabhupäda: Whatever medicine I am taking, that...

Tamäla Kåñëa: He's taking a little bit. Yogendra-rasa he's taking. He's tried so many medicines. That is the point. Every doctor has come, and they've each given their medicine, and he's tried them. But they don't work. This medicine always works, Bhägavatam and kértana.

Prabhupäda: Bhavauñadhi.

Indian man (1): Bhavauñadhi. Bhava auñadhi. The cure for the bad of materialism.

Prabhupäda: Çrotra-mano-'bhirämät. It pleases the ear and mind. "Oh, I am taking this nice..." Bhavauñadhäc chrotra-mano-'bhirämät. What is that? Ka uttama-çloka-guëänuvädät. Uttama-çloka, Bhagavän, glorification of His activities. Virajyeta vinä paçughnät: "Those who are paçughna, except them, who can avoid this medicine?"

Indian man (1): (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: (Hindi)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Prabhupäda will come and he'll sit in front of Kåñëa-Balaräma every day for a couple of hours, and he's calling some of his, all the devotees here. They'll be here. No... Perfect medicine.

Prabhupäda: No, he's calling all the GBC, all the GBC.

Tamäla Kåñëa: All the GBC men, we're calling them.

Prabhupäda: So there is no hurry. Go on with your respective duty. That's all. All right. Now you can... [ ]

Prabhupäda: They don't mind. "We must have mangoes." Money is very insignificant thing. Gold is the... And as soon as there is enough money, there is debauch, debauchery. Still there are Oriental moral principles. Girls who have become modernized... Otherwise they do not mix with any man. Their husband, that's all. And covered body, they are, very beautiful girl. And those who have become modernized, they are just like European girls. There is no difficulty to become modernized. They have got money. And they tour from one country to another extensively. Formerly for Muhammadans, drinking was the greatest sin. Now it has become... Drinking is strictly prohibited amongst the Muhammadans, according to their religious system. And sex? Before Muhammadan religion was introduced, they used to have sex even with mother. And woman could be purchased as slaves. Marketplace, women were standing for being sold. They would like to be sold. Just like animals. The animals, if somebody purchases, it is, if they are well fed, it is a great fortune for the animals. Just like the dogs here. When they have got a good master, they are fortunate.

So it is the fact.

If there is civilization, 

that is this Aryan civilization in India, 

Vedic civilization. 

Otherwise, throughout the whole world... These people were within Aryan civilization. Aryan, Iranian, their names are given. Up to Iran, their field(?). Europeans also, Indo-European. Gradually they declined.

Caitanya Mahäprabhu's   mission  is to make them civilized. 

Paçcimera loka saba müòha anäcära. They are all fools and misbehaved.

Teach them this Kåñëa consciousness. They'll be happy.

This is Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

THAT is our next step,

Room Conversation                       May 27, 1977, Våndävana

Tamäla Kåñëa: This should be done immediately, make trust property.

Prabhupäda: You are seeing it is done? Who says that? Where is the rascal?(?)

Tamäla Kåñëa: To designate all these...

Gopäla Kåñëa: It should be done for all the property all over ISKCON.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, but especially here in India.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Like in big temples, like in L.A., New York, like that.

Bhavänanda: Çréla Prabhupäda, the trustees should be designated.

Prabhupäda: You do not know. Trustee without designation—where is the trustee? I have already made one block of trustees, that Bhaktivedanta Book Trust.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: In that style you make.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. So we'll make up a draft of that style and then, after the draft is approved, you can tell us which trustees you want.

Prabhupäda: That you select amongst yourselves. Why you are taxing me?

Tamäla Kåñëa: All right. I didn't know if you wanted us to do that.

Prabhupäda: You do not know? I have repeatedly said. You do that.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, for Bombay and Mäyäpura and Våndävana, I mean.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Hyderabad.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, these three places are most important.

Prabhupäda: Everywhere. (pause) Among yourselves, there is no strong man. That is the defect. All like child. That is the defect. And it requires a very strong man. That is lacking. In every minute details I have poked my nose. Anyone, whatever you have got, sit down and select trustees, and the format is there. Make a trustee. So...? [break] ...should be so many copies. Every one of you GBC and important men must have that copies.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I'll distribute copies today.

Prabhupäda: Among few, Rämeçvara will be printed in(?). Anyway, do your best. Otherwise there is a very big undercurrent. They are looking for the opportunity. (pause) They want some money first.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. So he's going to go to Allahabad after two weeks. (pause)

Prabhupäda: No, don't waste time, a single moment. Very cautiously, intelligently work. [break] Mr. Sharma in Calcutta, I was guest in his house for some time.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Veni Shankar Sharma.

Prabhupäda: Hm. Hm.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. Formerly he was an M.P. He's a lawyer also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I think he can write.

Bhavänanda: He was out in Mäyäpura about one month back.

Prabhupäda: Ah. Then you shall benefit. Gargamuni knows him. Make this.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Bhavänanda knows him. Jayapatäkä too.

Prabhupäda: He is nice man. Each property, trustee.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Asnani can also help.

Prabhupäda: Trustees appointed by me. That's all. That will save.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What did you say, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Trustees appointed by me. Each temple should have three trustees.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And they're appointed by you.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are appointed... And the format is already there.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In BBT.

Prabhupäda: Yes. In this way make it immediately.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So you're gonna have your massage now.

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And the next group is coming out at three. That's nearly five hours from now. So I think that immediately we can have a meeting and discuss these points and immediately...

Prabhupäda: No, discussion I have already given. You do this.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, I meant... And execute this.

Prabhupäda: All right, you do it. Don't delay. [break] [ ]

Indian devotee (1): So we also gained a farm. We have started cultivating now.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Kåñëa is giving you good chance.

This is Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's time. Siñicuù sma vrajän gävaù. What is the meaning?

Yaçomaténandana: "Kämam--everything needed." Translation: "During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira the clouds showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man profusely. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: IN TRO DUCE THIS,    rascal.

This party government, that party government, big, big belly, big, big monkey, eating cows and hogs and dogs, and they have become big, big minister. What they can do? That is not...
This is  the secret.
What is the second line?

Yaçomaténandana: Nadyaù samudrä girayaù...
Prabhupäda: No, no, no.

Yaçomaténandana: Siñicuù sma vrajän.
Prabhupäda: Ah. Let THEM remain happy and automatically...
Just like in our Philadelphia. Oh, such a big... Giving him thousand pounds. Yes, we are doing this,  fatty. Cans of milk. Even the cat is happy. The dog is happy. There is no fight. Cat is so happy, stroking on the back of the cows. Similarly, the dog is... There is no "Gow! Gow! Gow! Gow!" barking. I have seen it.

Only through  the medium of  MILK.
These are not stories. I have seen. And who is Satyabhämä's husband?

Bhavänanda: Oh, Parama... What's his name? (break)

Prabhupäda: ...make the whole land, people, very  happy.
YOU  SHOW  THIS  EXAMPLE  all   over  the world ,

THIS example,  in   America.
Don't spoil money.

SHOW  BY  EXAMPLE.
Enough science      and 

ENOUGH MOTOR CAR, that's all.

NO MORE WANTED
THIS is wanted:

 Kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. (Ed: THEverse)
Bring water FROM THE SKY. 

(Ed: by chanting Hare Krsna, learning and doing  our prescribed duty, offer what’s produced, eat ONLY THAT, live a long healthy life, be happy, develop intense love for Krsna and go back to Godhead)

Keep always land moist and green.

THIS is wanted.
It is not MY desire  (Ed: “but since I desire only Krsna’s desire”)

(Ed: i.e. “ if you don’t believe me, then you’d better believe HIM!”)

IT IS KRS NAS
Kåñëa says  in Bhagavad-gétä, annäd bhavanti bhütäni. (Ed: THE formula)
Here Vyäsadeva says, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. (Ed: THE verse)
These rascals, they do not know.

They do not consult çästra,

therefore manufacture.

In Chandigarh so much land lying vacant. Thirty years already passed. And they are developing the cities. And another four hundred years will be required. The land is lying vacant. And they are making two governors, five commissioners, six ministers and..., drawing fat salary. This is government. Government means to draw fat salary at the expense of poor people. Dasyu-dharmabhiù. Räjanya dasyu-dharmabhiù.

Just like the rogues and thieves, they by force take money from us,

these rascal, under some law, they'll take, this government.

They will live at any cost. 

Never mind forty rupees (indistinct) a week. They have got cheap money. Print note and give him forty rupees. What is that? "You want forty rupees? Eh, take forty rupees." This is artificial inflation. They have got power to print notes. "Pay gold forty rupees." "No, that is illegal. Take paper." Means a cheating business from the government. He's giving him piece of paper, and the rascal is thinking, "I am making one thousand rupees." Formerly, in our childhood, we have seen a currency. They will offer, "What you want, gold, silver, or currency?" These three things were offered. If you want gold coins, take gold coins. If you want silver coins, take silver. And if you want currency, you take. We have seen it.

Yaçomaténandana: No more.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You could purchase. In our family or every family, they used to purchase gold from the currency and melt it and make ornaments. There was no restriction. "Guinea gold." Gold was purchased and sold as you like. Where is that gold? Refusing gold(?) and taking.(?)

Yaçomaténandana: You want me to read the purport? "The basic principle of economic development is centered about land andcows. The necessities of human society are food grains, fruits, milk, minerals, clothing, wood, etc...."

Prabhupäda: I am not interested in (indistinct). 

These I have already written some years ago. 

T H I S   I S  M Y  I D E A  (please read ALL the above conversation and below)
Yaçomaténandana: "One requires all these items to fulfill the material needs of the body. Certainly one does not require flesh and fish or iron tools and machinery. During the regime of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, all over the world there were regulative rainfalls. Rainfalls are not under the control of the human being. The heavenly king Indradeva is the controller of rain, and he is the servant of the Lord. When the Lord is obeyed by the king and the people under the king's administration, there are regulative rains from the horizon." (break)

Prabhupäda: So how things were explained? 

It has been explained by me before that. 

Why don't you take it? 

There is no need here.

Yaçomaténandana: He told the devotees that he has got your edition of Bhagavad-gétä and he has read it. His son purchased it. And he has got some other books also. He liked it very much.

Indian devotee (2): There was meeting of Arya-samaj, so we went to attend that. They invited him there. And later on, they asked that the government should help them to open a big hospital there. And he said that "Because I myself do not use alleopathic medicines, so how can I help you? How can I introduce? I believe in nature cure. I can't help. If you produce something, that nature cure hospital, my government will help you." He said, "I never took medicine in my life." Morarji Desai says. And he was in jail. He said that everybody was seeing that they were nineteen months in jail, and they have disease, some pain, and some this one, some this one. He said, "But I got something from there. I learned whole Bhagavad-gétä by heart. I was worshiping Kåñëa. I was reciting Bhagavad-gétä in the morning and evening. I got something, whereas others, they have failed. They couldn't get anything. I took something from that jail."

Yaçomaténandana: (reading) "Regulative rains not only help ample production of food grains and fruits, but when they combine with astronomical influences there is ample production of valuable stones and pearls. Grains and vegetables can sumptuously feed a man and animals, and a fatty cow delivers enough milk to supply a man sumptuously with vigor and vitality. If there is enough milk, enough grains, enough fruit, enough cotton, enough silk and enough jewels, then why do the people want cinemas, houses of prostitution, slaughterhouses, etc.? What is the need of an artificial, materialist's life of cinema, cars, radio, (ED: TV, video etc. ad infinitum) flesh and hotels? Has this civilization produced anything but quarreling individually and nationally?"

Prabhupäda: Like hog. (break)

Yaçomaténandana: Why don't you still take advantage?

Prabhupäda: Still you can take advantage of it.

What you are doing?
HERE is this nice statement.
HERE is the thought.
Yaçomaténandana: Another, Home Minister, also is saying these same things, discourage the factories and industrialization...
Prabhupäda: This is ruination.
Factory means ruination.

Factory means destruction.

And agriculture means construction.
The father is going to the factory, and the children are starving--destruction. Go on reading.

Yaçomaténandana: "The human being is the elder brother of all other living beings." [break]

Prabhupäda: Satkära. Now, whatever you...

Yaçomaténandana: Practical solution for all problems.

Prabhupäda: So...

Bhavänanda: Kértana? [break]

Giriräja: This morning you gave the hint that there might be envious persons coming to take away our properties, so in the GBC meeting we discussed this point, that... A committee of us six was made to resolve this. So basically what we did is we made a model trust deed which can be used for all of the Indian properties. There may be three trustees for each property. And the basic point of the trust deed is that the property rests with these trustees and that they have no right to sell or mortgage or dispose of the property in any way. That is the basic point. And then we have proposed three trustees for each of the properties. So...

Prabhupäda: But there will be finally the trustees. And there may be one advisory board to... Pick up some friends and make an advisory board. They are not final. Final is trustee. Anything to be done should be considered first of all by the advisory board, and then if it should be sanctioned by the trustees, then it can be done. So some friends, we can make an advisory...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Some sympathizers and friends.

Prabhupäda: Local...

Yaçomaténandana: Local citizens?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Local citizens.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Hindus, I do... The trustees appoint. And when trustees are going to retire, he should nominate his own person.

Jayatértha: We've included that in the closure of the will.

Jayapatäkä: So the trustees should be managing on behalf of ISKCON.

Prabhupäda: So after making finally, we consult with that Mr. Sharma. He'll make some clarification. Gargamuni knows. He'll make it final.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He's a trust lawyer. He specializes in this.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Then make it final. That's all.

Giriräja: So if you'd like, Rämeçvara Mahäräja can read what we've drafted.

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Rämeçvara: This is based on the BBT Trust document that you wrote many years ago, the same idea almost. "I, A.C. Bhaktivedanta Swami Prabhupäda, Founder-Äcärya of the International Society for Krishna Consciousness, disciple of Oà Viñëupäda 108 Çré Çrémad Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Gosvämé Mahäräja Prabhupäda, and we, the members of the Bureau of the International Society for Krishna Consciousness, hereby give and transfer the properties and all the property rights incidental thereto, as hereinafter described, to the following persons as trustees in trust for purposes hereinafter stated and to be administered in accordance with the provisions hereinafter set forth." And there are five different trusts. The first one is for Mäyäpura, and the proposed trustees are Jayapatäkä Mahäräja, Bhavänanda Mahäräja and Gopäla Kåñëa. The second one is for Bombay, and the proposed trustees are Tamäla Kåñëa Mahäräja, Giriräja and Gopäla Kåñëa. The third one is for Våndävana, and the proposed trustees are Akñayänanda Swami, Gopäla Kåñëa and Viçvambhara.

Prabhupäda: Viçvambhara is not our regular disciple.

Jayapatäkä: Shouldn't be included.

Prabhupäda: Then he has to accept sannyäsa from me.

Jayatértha: Jaya.

Prabhupäda: He should know...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Become initiated.

Jayapatäkä: Trustee must be initiated disciple.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Rämeçvara: If he is seen... He could be on the advisory board.

Prabhupäda: No, you can say that "If you take sannyäsa, you become on this."

Tamäla Kåñëa: So we'll talk to him, and if he says no, then we'll select another person and come back and tell you who our choice is.

Prabhupäda: No, we have got already.

Rämeçvara: The fourth trust is for Haridaspur, and the proposed trustees are Jayapatäkä Swami...

Prabhupäda: That is subsection of Mäyäpura.

Jayapatäkä: Subsection of Mäyäpura.

Rämeçvara: So that should just be the Mäyäpura trustees.

Prabhupäda: It is a section of Mäyäpura.

Rämeçvara: Then the last one is for Bhuvaneçvara.

Prabhupäda: But what about Hyderabad?

Gopäla Kåñëa: That we have already made as trust.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Gopäla Kåñëa Prabhu informed us that there is already a trust created for Hyderabad, so there's no need of our creating any other.

Indian devotee (2): Hyderabad, Ahmedabad and Hyderabad farm, we have got already trust.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We didn't want to duplicate anything.

Prabhupäda: No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Since there was already a trust. Bhuvaneçvara, there is property but not trust, so we thought that it was worthy of forming a trust.

Rämeçvara: So for Bhuvaneçvara it is proposed that Gaura-Govinda Swami, Jayapatäkä Swami and Bhägavata däsa...

Prabhupäda: That's all right.

Rämeçvara: And then the trust document names them and then it goes on. "1. Trust Fund."

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is there a name confirming?

Rämeçvara: That's coming up. "The properties which shall constitute the trust fund and will hereinafter be called the trust properties shall include the following, hereinafter listed." Then for each trust there is a complete listing of the property, the temple and the Deities, a legal listing.

Prabhupäda: Inventory.

Rämeçvara: Inventory, yes, inventory. Then "Section 2: Name of the Trust. This trust shall be known by the name..." So for each trust there's a different name. For Mäyäpura it is proposed, "Çré Mäyäpura Chandrodaya Mandir Trust." For Bombay, "Çré-Çré-Rädhä-Räsa-Vihäréjé Temple Trust," for Våndävana, "Çré-Çré-Kåñëa-Balaräma Mandir Trust," and that will include the Gurukula. For Bhuvaneçvara, "Çré-Çré-Kåñëa-Balaräma Bhuvaneçvara Trust." It goes on to say, "In so far as possible, the trustees shall conduct the trust activities in that name. Section 3: The Purpose of the Trust. This trust is created and shall be operated exclusively for fulfilling the aims and objects of the International Society for Krishna Consciousness as per the memorandum of association. ISKCON is registered as a society under the Society Act of 1860, and is registered as a public charitable trust. We direct that no part of this trust shall inure to the benefit of any private individual, and no part of the activities of this trust shall consist of participating in or intervening in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office." Then "Section 4: The Use of the Trust. Irrevocably, the properties, the temple and the Deities thereupon and all other holdings of the trust shall never be mortgaged, borrowed against, sold, transferred..."

Prabhupäda: Stole?

Rämeçvara: "Sold."

Prabhupäda: Sold.

Rämeçvara: "...or any way shall the ownership or the assets of the trust be alienated or disposed of. This clause cannot be revoked or amended under any circumstance. Section 5: Management of the Trust. The trustees who have herein been designated are appointed for life. In the event of the death or failure to act for any reason of any of the said trustees a successor trustee or trustees may be appointed by the remaining trustees, with never less than three or more than five trustees acting at one time."

Prabhupäda: And the majority decision should be always accepted.

Rämeçvara: The last section is called "The Term of the Trust." "This trust shall be irrevocable. In the advent of an inadvertent disqualification of this trust under the laws as they may exist from time to time, which may require a dissolution of the trust, the entire trust holdings shall in that event be distributed to the International Society for Krishna Consciousness." Then, following that, there's a page which says, "In witness whereof, we have executed this trust on this day," and it has a place for your signature as Founder-Äcärya of ISKCON, then another signature of Your Divine Grace as the chairman of the Bureau of ISKCON, and then a signature of Giriräja as a member of the Bureau of ISKCON. Then, on the last page, the acceptance of the trust. And it says, "The trustees hereby accept this trust and the obligations imposed thereby and undertake to hold, manage and administer the trust in accordance with the terms of this agreement." And it has a place for the three signatures of the three trustees.

Prabhupäda: I think it is all right. It is all right. Bring this typed. Make everything. That's all right.

Rämeçvara: This will make it impossible for anyone to cheat.

Prabhupäda: Yes, as far as I can see, finished. Yes. Jaya. [ ]

Conversation Pieces(2)               Vrndavan, May 27, 1977

Prabhupäda: We have no other business.
We want to see people live, eating very nicely nutritious food, keeping good health.

But unnecessarily artificial things, bothering, that we don't want.

Keep your health very nice, live for as many years as possible, 

and be Kåñëa conscious.

Then, next life you  go back to home, back to Godhead, permanent life.
Yad gatvä na nivartante. This we want to give. There is no cheating. There is no politics, no personal ambition fulfilling. 

This is our mission. 
Try to convince them. There is not a little tinge of personal sense gratification. This is our... Now can you point out, any one of them, that "Here is the point, the personal sense gratification"? We are talking amongst ourselves, so if there is any flaw, you can point out. Can anyone? That "Here is the point, personal sense gratification"? There is no such things in Kåñëa consciousness. Täìdera caraëa-sebi-bhakta-sane bäs. 

Our only ambition is we live among devotees 

and execute the mission of our predecessors, Caitanya Mahäprabhu, Kåñëa. 

This is our ambition.

täìdera caraëa-sebi-bhakta-sane bäs
janame janame hoy ei abhiläñ
We have got ambition, 

but this is our ambition, 

that live with devotees and execute the mission of our predecessor. This is our aim. 

Without ambition nobody can live. 

Self-interest, ambition, is everywhere. 

But self-interest is to execute the Kåñëa's desire. 

That they do not know. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum. That they do not know. So you are Americans, and they are responding. 

You are responding means Americans responding. 

So do very carefully, and if one fourth of America becomes Vaiñëava, 

the whole world will change. 

They are the leading nation. Kåñëa has given them all facility—

good land, good intelligence, good education, good facilities, good prestige. 

Is it not? They are fortunate. Janmaiçvarya-çruta-çré. 

Everything is there. 

Take this opportunity. This is our ambition. 

I went to America with this ambition, 

that "If the American people will take this Kåñëa consciousness..." That is coming to be fulfilled.  [ ]

Prabhupäda: When I left India, I promised "I'll never come here." I was reluctant to do anything here. You know that? No action do there. But still, I thought that "At least in Mäyäpura let me have my..." (laughs) At least Mäyäpura, that "There is Vaiñëava, so many resident, in Mäyäpura, Våndävana." I was... I promised that "I'll never come again, back again here." That was my promise. But Kåñëa wanted. That's all right. I was quite disgusted. Still I am disgusted. America giving permanent resident, these rascals will not give. What is wrong? In your country they also get permanent resident, outsiders?[ ]

Tamäla Kåñëa: Kértana, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Hm? Kértanéyaù sadä hariù. Without condition, kértana should go on. And that is the panacea of all troubles. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura has given, jäy sakal bipod, bhaktivinod bole, jakhon o-näm gäi. This is a fact. If you always continue kértana, there is no danger. You are above all danger. Our Kértanänanda Mahäräja knows very well. He has no danger.

He's sticking to that New Vrindaban program, im – prov-- ing, 
very good example.
They eat first-class, nutritious food, and in Philadelphia also.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Pennsylvania, Port Royal.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Tamäla Kåñëa: In our Port Royal farm.

Prabhupäda: Yes. First class. Satyabhämä gave me...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, that cäpäöi.
Prabhupäda: "Too thick. How shall I eat it?" Oh, it was so nice.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Satyabhämä gave Prabhupäda this black cäpäöi. He thought, "So thick. How will I be able to eat it?"

Prabhupäda: Very delicious and easily digested. They are living very happily. You had been there?

Rämeçvara: No, I've just heard all the good reports.

Prabhupäda: Very happily. That is life.

Eat very sumptuously nutritious food. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Bas.
What is this nonsense life, from five o'clock in the morning driving big, big trucks, "Whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, Is that life? In Berkeley... Berkeley? Or where is that? Where are our temple only?

Rämeçvara: Yes, Berkeley.

Prabhupäda: So there is a road. Whenever you go, always trucks: "Whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoosh, whoo, whoo, whoo..." The docks and ports filled up with all rubbish things. People are harassed. Is that life? And they are compensating by drinking, by illicit sex and meat-eating. Soul-killing civilization. Çéta ätapa bäta bariñaëa. You know this song? There is a song.

Ädi-keçava: Govinda däsa. Bhaja Huìre Mana.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Sing it. You know?

Ädi-keçava: Not all the words.

Prabhupäda: You know?

Jayapatäkä: Most of it.

Prabhupäda: Çéta ätapa, bäta bariñaëa, e dina jäminé jägi re, biphale sebinu, kåpaëa durajana... Hm? What is that? Capala sukha-laba lägi' re.
Jayapatäkä: Bhaja huìre mana.
Prabhupäda: Ah. Bhaja... Sing it.

Ätreya Åñi: Sing it.

Jayapatäkä: (sings Bhaja Huìre Mana to:) ...çéta ätapa, bäta bariñaëa, ithe ki äche paratéti re...
Prabhupäda: It is çéta ätapa, bäta bariñaëa, e dina jäminé jägi re.
Jayapatäkä: (continues singing Bhaja Huìre Mana)
Prabhupäda: (correcting Jayapatäkä:) Bhajahuì hari-pada néti re. Çravaëa kértana...
Jayapatäkä: (continues singing Bhaja Huìre Mana)
Prabhupäda: (correcting Jayapatäkä:) Govinda-däsa-abhi...
Jayapatäkä: (continues singing Bhaja Huìre Mana)
Prabhupäda: So why don't you teach this song? You repeat, and they will repeat, and they will...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Chant.

Prabhupäda: Very nice song. Very. Just applicable to the point, everywhere. Philosophical, practical.

Jayapatäkä: (sings) (break)

Prabhupäda: ...introduce. Now I see so many times.

Rämeçvara: Two million copies sold by the end of this year.

Prabhupäda: At least they are under... Two million people know what is Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You can't read that book and not know Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Tamäla Kåñëa: If you read that book, you have to know something about Kåñëa. Every page is about Kåñëa, every word. One professor complained that the trouble with your books is that everywhere you talk about Kåñëa. Even when Kåñëa's name isn't there, you put it there. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa phobia. And that is my idea. Let there be repeatedly the sounding, "Kåñëa, Kåñëa, Kåñëa." Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa Kåñëa he. They want to avoid it, and I don't allow.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That reporter in Bombay complained against you that you had a one-track mind.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They say, "Why you are stressing so much on Kåñëa?" And that is the only business.

Rämeçvara: At the end of this year we will have sold at least sixty-five million books on Kåñëa, magazines and books. By end of December, sixty-five million throughout the world, mostly in the last five years.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa is already known, "Hare Kåñëa movement."

Rämeçvara: Every year we are selling at least fifteen to twenty million books now, books and magazines.

Prabhupäda: It will increase more. People will be inquisitive. Yes, everything there is. What is the wrong? We are talking of Kåñëa, and all of a sudden I collapse. Oh, that is the greatest profit. Greatest profit. Kåñëa tvadéya...
Ädi-keçava: Kåñëa tvadéya-pada-paìkaja-païjaräntam.
Prabhupäda: Hm. Kåñëa tvadéya-pada-paìkaja-païjaräntam adyaiva viçatu me mänasa-räja-haàsaù, präëa-prayäëa... Ordinary dying, kapha-pitta-väyu: "Ghara ghara ghar," choking and... But in the kértana if we die, oh, it is so successfully... Injection, operation... Who needs it? That atmosphere death and kåñëa-kértana death? Glorious death. Oxygen gas... (laughs) Dying and so much trouble. Never call. Please accept my request. Chant Hare Kåñëa, bas, and let me die peacefully. Never be disturbed, call doctor--no. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Go on chanting. Chanting, hearing, chanting. You have got so much material. Read. Read something from this book. 

Rämeçvara, you can read. It is your book.

Rämeçvara: I'm simply your servant, by your grace, Prabhupäda. This Chapter One of this second volume, "Kaàsa Sends Akrüra for Kåñëa." "Våndävana was..." (break)

Prabhupäda: As soon as this Indira Gandhi and her son disturbed Våndävana people, within a week... Just see. This is practical. The poor, these bäbäjés, they were going to beg, and by force, once, twice, injection. So immediately, after one week...

Rämeçvara: For sterilization?

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is practically... And I was surprised how such a abominable falldown came to Indira Gandhi. It is simply Kåñëa's hand. No politician fallen in such a way in the history. Finished business. Tän ahaà dviñataù krürän kñipämy ajasram açubhän yoniñu. It is simply Kåñëa's hand. They are "This party, that party, that..." But to curb down Indira's power, it was simply by Kåñëa directly. Hm. Go on reading. (break) "Don't worry. I am here." This is Kåñëa. A boy, ten years boy, Kåñëa, He was, "Come on," challenging. This is Kåñëa. Go on.

Tasyaiva hetoù prayateta kovidaù. Not for any other. "And what about your material problems?" That is already taken. Tal labhyate duùkhavad anyataù sukhaà kälena sarvatra gabhéra-raàhasä. This is kåñëa-bhakta. Don't care for maintaining body. "What Kåñëa will give, I take. If He does not give, don't mind." So discussing all this twenty-four hours and death takes place. Death, if takes place, then where is the wrong? Where is the lamentation? There is nothing... You are not permanent. You have to die. But if you die discussing all these things, that is your glorious death. Death is sure. You cannot avoid it, today or tomorrow or hundred years after. But die a glorious death. Yatantaç ca dåòha-vratäù. Satataà kértayanto mäà yatantaç ca dåòha-vratäù [Bg. 9.14]. That is wanted. It is not... 

So I have called you for that purpose. 

So if death is to take place, let me die in your association and chant Hare Kåñëa. 

There is no harm. That is glorious. 

Now it is very important point, Närada's qualification.

Rämeçvara: Purport: "These are the necessary qualifications of a..." [break]

Prabhupäda: This Nitäi, as soon as he mixed with some pseudo devotee, fell down. Rascal. He's searching after guru. And where is now?

Rämeçvara: In America.

Prabhupäda: What does he do?

Rämeçvara: Some karmé job to get money.

Prabhupäda: Just see. (laughs) And he's asking my blessings for a guru. He's a fanatic. [break] ...know that story, punar muñako bhava. (laughter)

Jayatértha: Yes. That's a very suitable story for this case.

Prabhupäda: "Again become a mouse." That's all. 

"I made you tiger. Now you want to eat me? All right, you become again a mouse." [break] 

That is called dåòha-vrata, firm determination. Hm. Go on. [break] Doesn't create any... That is bhakti life. 

Yäre dekha täre kaha kåñëa-upadeça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. Bas. So where is the difficulty? The things are already there. I have to repeat it only. 

Why shall I create, make hodgepodge everything? But that they do not know. 

Bhaktivedanta has no difficulty. The things are already there. 

Simply you have to present them as it is. That's all. 

You become Vaiñëava. Where is the difficulty? 

And as soon as you change, become over-intelligent, spoiled, everything spoiled. 

That is the... (recording grows very faint, then inaudible) [break] What arrangement is...? What arrangement is made? [break] 

And if they do not repeat, they fell down(?). You have to bring. 

You cannot satisfy everyone. That is not possible. 

Here Närada Muni is blaming Vyäsadeva, "You have not repeated." 

And here is a scholar, and he has repeated. 

The actual position is repetition. Kértanéyaù sadä hariù [Cc. Ädi 17.31]. 

That is the position. So we shall go on doing that.        [ ]

Because in India, I can understand, there is an undercurrent. Is it not?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Undercurrent is the right word.

Prabhupäda: Just now everything is going on, but after my demise it may be taken away from your hand.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Phew! You understood that from this discussion here with this man?

Prabhupäda: I understood it long ago. It has been stayed, (?) Bombay, Våndävana. So how you are going to guard yourself? That is the problem.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I... Your order that it be a trust property with lifetime trustees...

Prabhupäda: So now you are all here. Very cautiously and everything agree.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That will protect it. At least the property will be protected.

Prabhupäda: You should be very much determined, strong-minded. Otherwise it will slip. Such huge property...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually these properties are the envy of all of India. They're the best properties in each place.

Prabhupäda: Not only property. Our prestige, our position... Everything is envied. Everywhere we are first class.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. There's no rival.

Bhavänanda: There will be men, I know. There will be men who want to try and pose themselves as guru.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That was going on many years ago. Your Godbrothers were thinking like that. Mädhava Mahäräja...

Bhavänanda: Oh, yes. Oh, ready to jump.

Prabhupäda: Very strong management required and vigilant observation. (background whispering, Tamäla Kåñëa and Bhavänanda) So you are foreign...

Gopäla Kåñëa: Beg your pardon?

Prabhupäda: You are foreign trained up. And you also idea how to protect our interest.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda, I'm always...

Prabhupäda: There is very great undercurrent.

Gopäla Kåñëa: I never trusted them much. I know those things. (background whispering, Bhavänanda)

Prabhupäda: Make it... (end)

GBC Meets with Çréla Prabhupäda            May 28, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: When I go to Los Angeles I am in Vaikuëöha. When I am got to New York I am in Vaikuëöha. Wherever we have got temple, that is Vaikuëöha. So why shall I have objection? So do your duty nicely and see what Kåñëa desires. Let it be fulfilled. But you do your duty. It is your duty to pray to Kåñëa as affectionate children, and let Kåñëa decide. And I have no objection, either. So what is the next?

Giriräja: Well, in continuation of arranging for the properties and other things to be managed...

Prabhupäda: Which... Bhagatjé is proposed for the trustee?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Which?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Of Våndävana, Kåñëa-Balaräma Trust.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa-Balaräma Trust.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We propose to you.

Prabhupäda: That's right... Bhagatjé and?

Giriräja: Gopäla Kåñëa and Akñayänanda Swami.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Giriräja: And we were also going to add Gurukåpä Mahäräja because he gave so much money.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Giriräja: And also for Mäyäpura add him as a trustee.

Prabhupäda: Very good. So do it. His condition will take some time. He has agreed. Then he's gone to London.

Giriräja: Then for the bank accounts, the main fund is the ISKCON Mäyäpura-Våndävana fixed deposits and savings account. So we thought that the best thing would be to have a committee to oversee the spending of this money in terms of your desire. So we propose that the committee consist of Gurukåpä Mahäräja, Rämeçvara Mahäräja, Jayapatäkä Mahäräja, Tamäla Kåñëa Goswami, Gopäla Kåñëa and myself.

Prabhupäda: Very good. Approved.

Giriräja: This would represent Gurukåpä, who's collecting also the money, and Rämeçvara.

Prabhupäda: I think you are all competent. Very good selection. Do it.

Giriräja: Then the persons who sign the checks, they would do so according to the decision made by the...

Prabhupäda: Of this committee.

Giriräja: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That's nice.

Giriräja: And then the signers would be, in Bombay, Tamäla Kåñëa Goswami, Gopäla Kåñëa and myself, two out of the three. And then in Los Angeles, jointly, Rämeçvara Mahäräja and Satsvarüpa Mahäräja.

Prabhupäda: Very good.

Giriräja: Then, for the BBT, the idea would be that the principle amount should not be touched, but it can be given, you know, for loan if absolutely necessary, just as you have been doing. But the idea is that that amount should always be repaid.

Prabhupäda: On principle.

Giriräja: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Even by chance it is not paid, don't mind. Business should not suffer. That's all.

Giriräja: Yes.

Prabhupäda: If you can provide, you must, of course, see that business is done. And then they should try to pay. If they are actually not able to pay, don't mind. Is that all right?

Rämeçvara: Yes, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Principle should be they should return back. But if by chance they cannot, don't press. Let them go on with business. But don't be lenient. (laughter)

Jayatértha: I think they'll be able to pay.

Prabhupäda: That's nice.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They should want to pay, out of duty to you.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa will give them. You are increasing the book sale. That is Kåñëa's favor. Kåñëa is assuring, "Don't be disturbed about money matters. I'll pay you." 

But don't be very loose or extravagant. 

Every paisa should be spent very cautiously. 

That is wanted. So it is all right.

Giriräja: So the signers on this account would be Tamäla Kåñëa, Gopäla Kåñëa and myself, two out of three.

Prabhupäda: Don't open many accounts at the bank. The same signer, one or two of them must sign the... The accounts may be in your books, but there is no necessity of opening so many accounts and different signers. That is not necessary.

Giriräja: Right. So these are actually the same signers as the Mäyäpura-Våndävana Fund.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Giriräja: And in some cases... I mean, there are different accounts distributed in different places that should be...

Prabhupäda: That you can keep in your books, not in the bank.

Giriräja: So all the funds can be consolidated...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Giriräja: ...in the accounts in Bombay.

Prabhupäda: Yes. To see your accounts...

Jayapatäkä: This evening we're going to change the names.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Giriräja: No, no, what he's saying...

Rämeçvara: We should consolidate the accounts. Just on paper keep it simple.

Giriräja: Yeah. And then for the BBT money the decision to give out loan should be unanimously approved by all three of us, Tamäla Kåñëa, Gopäla and myself.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Giriräja: Then the accounts in your personal name... We thought that those funds could be transferred to the Mäyäpura-Våndävana Fund, just as you suggested, and just keep our own account, how it is spent in terms of your desire.

Prabhupäda: Yes. You can transfer at any moment.

Giriräja: And then for the fixed deposits, the interest for your family members, that we would just leave them in your name, as it's mentioned in the will, and throughout their life they will get the income.

Prabhupäda: That we shall do. I shall... How to do it... For the time being you haven't got to bother.

Giriräja: No.

Prabhupäda: So that I shall pay.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We also felt that. We wouldn't bother with that.

Prabhupäda: That's nice. Very good.

Giriräja: So we are...

Prabhupäda: Do it very nicely, cool-headed. Mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca [Bg. 15.15]. 

We shall be always prepared to take instruction from Kåñëa. That is best. [ ]
[break]

Satsvarüpa: Çréla Prabhupäda, we were all asked by the rest of the GBC to come to ask some questions. Most... These are the members of the original GBC as you first made it up. So our first question is about the GBC members. We want to know how long should they remain in office?

Prabhupäda: They should remain for good.
Tamäla Kåñëa: They should remain for good.

Prabhupäda: Selected men are chosen, so they cannot be changed. Rather, if some competent man comes, he should be added. I shall recommend that Väsudeva become one of the GBC.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Väsudeva is Deoji Punja. He's the founder of our... He's building the temple in Fiji.

Prabhupäda: How many GBC's are there already?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Twenty-three.

Prabhupäda: So add him. GBC is not to be changed.

Satsvarüpa: But then, in the event that some present GBC member leaves, either leaves...

Prabhupäda: Another should be elected.

Satsvarüpa: By the votes of the present GBC. Then our next question concerns initiations in the future, particularly at that time when you're no longer with us. We want to know how first and second initiation would be conducted.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I shall recommend some of you. After this is settled up (Ed: the will), 

I shall recommend some of you to ACT as OFFICIATING äcäryas. 

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is that called åtvik-äcärya?

Prabhupäda: Åtvik, yes.

Satsvarüpa: Then what is the relationship of that person who gives the initiation and the...

Prabhupäda: He's guru. He's guru.
Satsvarüpa: But he does it on your behalf.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is FORMALITY. Because 

in my PRESENCE one should NOT become guru, so on my behalf;

(Ed: “but”?) on my ORDER... 

Ämära äjïäya guru haïä be ACTUALLY guru, (Ed: future tense?)
BUT by my ORDER  (Ed: “when”?)
Satsvarüpa: So they may also be considered your disciples. (Ed:?)

Prabhupäda: Yes, they are disciples. Why consider? Who?
Tamäla Kåñëa: No, he's asking that these åtvik-äcäryas, they're officiating, giving dékñä. Their... The people who they give dékñä to, whose disciple are they?

Prabhupäda: They're his disciple.
Tamäla Kåñëa: They're his disciple.

Prabhupäda: Who is initiating. He is granddisciple. (Ed: “my grand disciple”)
Satsvarüpa: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's clear.

Satsvarüpa: Then we have a question concer...

Prabhupäda: WHEN I order, "You become guru,"

he becomes REGULAR guru. 

That's all.
He BECOMES disciple of my disciple.

THAT’S IT.
Satsvarüpa: Next we have a question about the BBT. At present, no translation work is to be published without your seeing and approving it. So the question is, is there any system for publishing works in the future that you may not see? For example, we've heard suggested that the Padma Puräëa or the Ñaö-Sandarbha may be translated. But what would the system be to insure the paramparä if you would not personally see these translations?

Prabhupäda: That you have to examine expertly.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In other words, there's no set principle that only the works which you have already translated can be published by the BBT. If there is some worthy translation of a bona fide Vedic reference, if it's properly done, the BBT could publish it.

Prabhupäda: That we are doing, just like Hindi. We are doing other languages. If it is properly translated, it can be...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Even if it's a work which you have not yet translated yourself.

Prabhupäda: No, no, no, the principle is... Just like my translation, another person translating into Hindi or other languages, we are publishing. Similarly, if somebody has translated properly, it can be published. But amongst our disciples, I don't think there are many who can translate properly.

Rämeçvara: None. We're not eager to publish anything which is not perfect, because you have already set the highest standard for the BBT. The name BBT means the highest standard right now in the world.

Prabhupäda: That is good answer.
Kértanänanda: Therefore, Çréla Prabhupäda, we think that you cannot leave us very soon.

Prabhupäda: I don't want. But if I am obliged, what can I do?

Kértanänanda: If you don't want, Kåñëa will not want.

Prabhupäda: A realized soul, must be. Otherwise, simply by imitating A-B-C-D will not help. My purports are liked by people because it is presented as practical experience. (aside:) It is within the mouth.

Bhavänanda: I'm sorry.

Prabhupäda: Such a nice instrument, (laughter) that it must enter into the mouth. Then it will act. That kind of instrument not required. It must remain three miles off. Our translation must be documents. They are not ordinary... One cannot become unless one is very realized. It is not A-B-C-D translation.

Bhagavän: It's not a matter of scholarship.

Prabhupäda: And Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, ämära äjïäya guru haïä [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. One can understand the order of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, he can become guru.

OR  one who understands his guru's order the same paramparä, 

he can become  guru.

And therefore I shall select some of you. (hums)

Satsvarüpa: That's all the questions.

Prabhupäda: So there is no question of changing GBC. (Ed: DOM???)

Satsvarüpa: No.

Prabhupäda: Rather, one who is competent, he can be selected to act by the board of the GBC.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Of course, if someone has a falldown, just like in the past some GBC men have fallen down...

Prabhupäda: He should be  replaced. 

(Ed: by someone competent, not someone new, untrained, inexperienced, without the requisite faith and with no clue whatsoever as to Srila Prabhupada’s desires)
Tamäla Kåñëa: Then he should be replaced. But that's a serious falldown, not some minor discrepancy.

Prabhupäda: They must be all ideal äcärya-like. 

In the  beginning  we have done  for working.

Now we should be very cautious. Anyone who is  deviating, he can be replaced.

(Ed: detected BEFORE creating untold havoc )

Prabhupäda: ...actually what benefit to the human society? But technology, or high technology. Just like Indian technology.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I don't see any benefit. I see that they only get trouble.

Prabhupäda: In India the caste system was very good. From the very beginning the children would learn the technology of their paternal. Just like potter. You'll see the children of the potter, they are also making a small bird, a small fruit, and they would be sold. A small playing utensils--small glass, small plate--they're also sold. Other children would purchase. The whole family used to earn something. Nowadays they're sent to school, wasting time, and then unemployment and idle brain. What is the use of sending a potter's son to school?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, everything he needs to know, he can learn at home.

Prabhupäda: That's what I... Similarly, weaver, that cloth weaving, "kat, kat." The wife is spinning, her husband is weaving, the children is weaving, and combinedly at the end of the day there is a cloth. 

And people were satisfied with simple necessities. 

They would not charge very much for the labor. And one nice cloth requires half a pound cotton. Half a pound cotton means maybe one rupee. Another one rupee for the labor. So now they are paying twenty to thirty rupees. 

Unnecessarily he has to earn this money and pay to the millionaires, 

and he will keep three dozen motorcars, 

so another man will be engaged in motorcar industry. 

In this way time is being wasted without any search after spiritual realization. 

Time is wasted in such so-called technology advancement. 

And the real

And when you present that "This is the most important business of life," they say, "It is brainwashing." And they fight to check us, Communists and others, that "It is useless, God consciousness." And this varëäçrama-dharma was planned in such a way that
everyone would be spiritually advanced.

Prabhupäda: Viçvakarma-püjä.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Viçvakarma-püjä, oh, yeah.

Prabhupäda: So the brähmaëas will regularly come, worship Viçvakarmä or demigods. Viçvakarmä is the engineer of the demigods. Some demigod also they will worship.

Even the butcher will worship goddess Kälé,
then he will apply the knife to the throat of the animal.

Even the butcher. (Ed: except anyone connected with COW and BULL slaughter)

Recognition of higher authority.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Would the blacksmiths do the püjä to Viçvakarmä, or brähmaëas?

Prabhupäda: No, brähmaëa will do. Similarly, the spice merchants, they'll worship Gaìgeçvaré. The gold merchant worships Lakñmé-Näräyaëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Who would do that?

Prabhupäda: Gold merchant. The student will worship Sarasvaté. The merchant will worship Gaëeça, Lakñmé.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Gaëeça, hm.

Prabhupäda: Some sort of worship is there and instruction, many narratives. Women were advised to worship the Yamaräja, Sävitré, Satyavän. Then there was saàskäras, purificatory method, out of which the higher class will be sacred thread ceremony. Always something spiritual, according to the... 

And actually learning Vedic knowledge, that was by the brähmaëas. 

They would give advice; people will follow. 

Brähmaëo jagato guruù. 

Just like Gargamuni came to Nanda Mahäräja. He took advantage of Gargamuni and performed some purificatory ceremony of Kåñëa-Balaräma. Why these big, big institutions for wasting time and dating between girls and boys, and then they learn expert how to kill child, how to make abortion? Expert. Simply concentration on sex. Then become hippie. Frustration. Worship hog. Do they not?

(pause) So many... Actually we enjoyed life in our childhood. Although we were not very nicely dressed and not very comfortable, the so-called comfortable. We could sleep anywhere. We did not require any nice dress or nice food. My mother used to prepare very nice food. We were glad in that way. Nice paraöä, nice vegetable, äcära, so many things she used to prepare. Always preparing some food. Puffed rice.

Tamäla Kåñëa: She was cooking with ghee?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Our family with ghee. Some fried. That is used, oil.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Fried portal.

Prabhupäda: Ghee and oil, both were used. 

Where is that happiness gone? 

[Ed: because no one is performing the duties of varnasrama; instead buying their food and milk products (ghee) while the cows and bulls are going to slaughter]

Tamäla Kåñëa: No one's happy nowadays.

Prabhupäda: Therefore there is struggle. Communist, this, that.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually you still see a little bit of that happiness in smaller towns.

Prabhupäda: No, in the village. They have got enough milk, grains. Is it not? Grämete dudha dhana cala ekhana nai, gatas paya.(?) Eh? Fruit. They import. They make them poverty-stricken. If the villagers do not sell, ample fruit. But these townsmen, they go there, pay them, and

out of greediness they
sell their own food (Ed: milk produced on our farms meant for devotee varnasrama cooperating participants i. e. genuine ksatriyas brahmanas and sudras)
only for money.
And then they spend for drinking and cinema and... (Ed: our videos, cars, houses, roads, electricity, anartha ad infinitum)

Horrible civilization.
Room Conversation(2)                July 14, 1977, Vrndavana

Prabhupäda: I shall remain your personal guidance, physically present or not physically, as I am getting personal guidance from my Guru Mahäräja.

Room Conversation                    July 15, 1977, Vrndavana

...honest, 

satisfied with simple living. Where do...?

Tamäla Kåñëa: People don't even know those things at all.

Prabhupäda: Everyone was satisfied with simple living. 

They did not want much income.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Now everyone is in anxiety.

Prabhupäda: Hm? Yes. 

Full of anxiety. Sadä samudvigna-dhiyäm. 

Because they were Kåñëa conscious, there was no anxiety.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That could be the only explanation. What about the Mussulmen?

Prabhupäda: They were also happy. They were also religious, according to their own way. 

Within, say, seventy years so much change has taken place. Horrible.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is there any valuable, any benefits that took place? Any good things? Only...

Prabhupäda: Change, change for the worse. [ ]

Prabhupäda: No. (pause) We read from Bhägavatam they held meeting that "We must shift from this place. The demons are disturbing. For the benefit of Kåñëa and Balaräma we must change this place." So the meeting was held in the morning, and they decided, "Let us immediately leave." So...

Tamäla Kåñëa: How long did it take them to shift?

Prabhupäda: Just hearing, adyaiva, today, and immediately began. 

So how simple living was.

Tamäla Kåñëa: If they could shift in one day they must have lived so simple.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Look at this Mr. Myer. He has to go flying down to Madras, close his account, do this, do this. How complicated life has become. And they were householders.

Prabhupäda: And they shifted very organizedly. The cows, tuck bag, then the guards with bows and arrows, then old men, women, children in carts.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They were in carts.

Prabhupäda: Yes. By procession...

Tamäla Kåñëa: The early pioneers in America, they would also go in the wagons, covered wagons. Now I understand we have one wagon going in America. It's heading towards Washington under the banner of "Simple Living and High Thinking." That will be unique.

Prabhupäda: And everywhere, how they were well dressed, well fed, and rich in milk products. When called, people, the brähmaëas give in charity cows, not at all poor.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We were reading that one king gave fourteen lakhs' elephants covered in gold, and another king was giving something like 21,000 cows to each brähmaëa. Who could imagine? Now the only kind of cows anyone will give you is those that don't give milk.

Prabhupäda: The cows were decorated with cloth, gold necklace, and heaps of grains.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The cow horns were sometimes with gold on the end.

Prabhupäda: That means gold and silver and jewels and cloth sump..., more than... 

Milk products, grains. 

This was richness.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Now all there is is tin and plastic. Tin can. Food is in the tin cans, and you eat it off of plastic.

Prabhupäda: And paper plate.

Room Conversation(2)                      July 17, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: ...gåhastha life. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura independently... Or I was also gåhastha. Our aim was different. But this neophyte, if they remain aloof from temple connection without attending the function, gradually they will be lost.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That was the reason that I suggested to Abhiräma Prabhu that he should make his business in Bombay. Actually the gåhasthas have no desire to live independent of the temples. Just like Mädhavänanda, he's got an apartment now just near the temple so that he can attend maìgala-ärati and the other functions.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Unless these things are continued, 

the karmés' poison will spoil them. 

He can do independent business; there is no harm. But must be connected with the devotional service.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Just like Abhiräma constructed that house. That's all right. He is within the campus. There is no harm. And now if he goes away
after so much training, advancement,

if they are lost,

then that's a great loss for the Society.
With such... With great difficulty we make one Vaiñëava.
And again, if he goes like Çyämasundara,

then it is great loss.

The whole idea is:

to give up attachment for material world and increase attachment for Kåñëa.

That is perfection.

Now, according to one's position, gradually...

But this is the aim.

Paraà dåñövä nivartate.

Nivåtti.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I don't think Abhiräma has any intention of going away.

Prabhupäda: No, he has no intention, but he lives apart from temple connection...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Then he will go away automatically.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So that's not possible, then, for him to go to Bangalore, 'cause we have no center in Bangalore.

Prabhupäda: So he wants to organize a center there?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, he was thinking of organizing business.

Prabhupäda: Then Bombay is better place than Bangalore.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. He admits it's a better place. No, he can be encouraged very easily to go to Bombay. I mean, generally, throughout our Society, I don't think the trend of the gåhasthas is to move away from temples and live independently. If they live independently from the temple, it's in close...

Prabhupäda: No, no. There is chance, I said.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: The karmés' association is very contaminous. Asat-saìgé. So for him the best thing will be to take a room in Bombay. Let him do business.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I'm sure now that... I'll convey all...

Prabhupäda: Gåhastha should not be dependent on Society. At the same time, he should not be independent of the Society. (laughs) This is the position. Because Society cannot take charge of a family. There will be so many number of families. How it is possible? At the same time, if they remain independently of the Society, without touch, then the karmés' poison will infect.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It seems like the solution is to get apartments near the temple, get room near the temple.

Prabhupäda: Why not in the temple? Why? If he pays, what is wrong?

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, in a place like Bombay where we have so many buildings, in the temple. But sometimes... Just like in America, if there's only one building with only...

Prabhupäda: No, America also... Just like Los Angeles we have got.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's different. There there are apartments.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, you have to arrange like that.

They should not live completely independent.

That will be future danger.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It has to be a community of devotees.

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa conscious ideal gåhasthas. That we want. Just like Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. There are many. I was gåhastha. There was Deity worship, everything nice. I was publishing Back to Godhead from gåhastha. So aim was there. But I could not leave family life for some circumstances. That is a different thing. Must be in touch with the devotional service as in the temple. If live nearby temple, it is easier, or in the temple. But aloof, that is dangerous.

Tamäla Kåñëa: If they live in the temple, then there's the problem of... You know.

Prabhupäda: No. Temple, he can take one room, pay for it. He wants to pay. That is also payment. And further, if he can pay, that's all right.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In America, supposing a householder family pays for a room in our temple building. So they can have their sex life and family life?

Prabhupäda: If they can pay for prasädam also, it is nice. Sex... Husband-wife living, there must be sex, so who can...?

Tamäla Kåñëa: So how can that be in the same building as the brahmacäré ashram?

Prabhupäda: No, no, no, so many other gåhastha tenants.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's in, like, Hare Kåñëa Land in Bombay. But supposing in a...

Prabhupäda: That you cannot check. Gåhastha means they must have sex. But they're living independent, separately.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, that's in Hare Kåñëa Land.

Prabhupäda: No, anywhere. If they are doing independent business, let them do that.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So in the New York...

Prabhupäda: Karmés' concession, sex.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In the New York they can live families together? In that building, families can live together and have sex life?

Prabhupäda: What is wrong?

Tamäla Kåñëa: In that building. It's all right?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Why not? In a building there are so many different types of men. In a big building, apartment building, you cannot expect all of them of the same class.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm. 'Cause in Bombay you had said that is was better that in an immediate building of the temple they should not live together with wife. They should live separately.

Prabhupäda: No, that is, they are not doing business. They are attached to temple activities. Anyway, these things have to be adjusted. You cannot follow very rigid in case of gåhasthas. Some way or other, you have to adjust. We cannot allow them to be lost.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No. That's clear.

Prabhupäda: Better allow them to live together. What can be done? But we cannot lose them.

After training so much, if they are lost,

then that is a great loss.
This I am giving hint.

Now you GBC, you change them. Make process.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. Right now in our Society throughout the world, wherever there are gåhasthas living in our temples, they live separate from their wives. And if they want to live with their wives, then they get a room or an apartment near the temple.

Prabhupäda: So may be like that, but must be attached to the temple.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah, that's the clear point. We should not lose anyone.
Prabhupäda: No, that's a great loss.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Because if husband and wife live together in the temple itself, where there are so many brahmacärés and... (break)

Prabhupäda: ...he makes love with a girl and marries and live at the cost of Society, and that is to be discouraged. If you want to marry, you work independently. Maintain yourself. And whatever you can contribute, do that. That is the... Just like Abhiräma. He's very good. And I don't want to be lost. He constructed that house, I never forbade. And it is in the campus. Let him remain a little separately. It doesn't matter.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I think the main reason he can't live there anymore is that because of doing business he'll not always be able to be in Mäyäpura, and he doesn't feel that that house is safe for his wife to live there alone.

Prabhupäda: Why alone? Can live with others.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Other householders there also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Many householders can live there together.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. There's room on the floor below...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...his apartment for two other families. I don't know what...

Prabhupäda: That can be arranged. That is not...

Tamäla Kåñëa: I don't think he feels it's safe enough.

Prabhupäda: No, no. This is incidental. This is not permanent problem.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I don't know what's behind it. I don't know the full reason why he doesn't want to stay there anymore.

Prabhupäda: If he wants to do business, how he can stay there?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. There's no business in Mäyäpura.

Prabhupäda: What is business there?

Tamäla Kåñëa: He wants to go where there's a business center.

Prabhupäda: No, business means he must do business in some city.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. Bombay.

Prabhupäda: Anywhere. Bombay is the best city. He has got facility to stay there. For business Bombay is the best city.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In India.

Prabhupäda: In India. No, world. It is a very important city. Export, import, local. Tremendous business possibility there. Many poor men goes and becomes very rich men. Bombay is very important center. You have to get a place by giving bribe, fifty thousand, sixty thousand, to stay there.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They call that huëòi.

Prabhupäda: Not huëòi.

Bhakti-caru: Pagri.(?)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Pagri, I mean.

Prabhupäda: Pagri, yes. To get a place there... Bombay is so important that if you want to get a place you have to pay no less, fifty thousand, lakh of rupees to stand. Then do business. Very important. Anything you do, you must have land first of all to stand. Otherwise what you'll do? To stand in Bombay you have to pay lakh of... Don't you see--we drive away the tenants--how much we recompense. We pay compensation.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. We have to pay a lot of money...

Prabhupäda: That's it.

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...so that they can pay for some other place.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's true. Nowadays it's very difficult.

Prabhupäda: This is system in Bombay. Without paying, you cannot get even inch of land.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Trivikrama Mahäräja told me in Japan it's getting like that also, Tokyo.

Prabhupäda: Wherever there is scarcity, that is the system.

Tamäla Kåñëa: In America that is not there.

Prabhupäda: America, enough places.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They have paying a few months' rent, but not pagri.

Prabhupäda: There are so many houses. Why they should pay?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. That's true.

Prabhupäda: Multi-story building. Why people should pay? Now Bombay have got many multi-story building; therefore that demand is reduced. But still, you have to pay in important place, pagri or underhand. What is called?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Bribe.

Prabhupäda: Bribe is very bad word. "Under table." (chuckling)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Under the table. Unofficial.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Mean I am paying on the table hundred rupees and under table two hundred rupees.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda, I think you know everything spiritual and material.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

So my fear is
that after training our men so much,
if  he's lost, that's a great loss.

Then future of Society becomes VERY HOPELESS
Tamäla Kåñëa: So the principle is that if a householder has outside employment and can pay, then he can live inside our temple buildings.

Prabhupäda: That's nice. What is the wrong?

Tamäla Kåñëa: At least for five or six years now the system has been that no man and woman should live together in the same building as where the Deity is.

Prabhupäda: That is the system. Temple is meant for retired men. Brahmacäré, sannyäsé, vänaprastha.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So then how we can let them live together, man and woman?

Prabhupäda: But if there is no alternative, what can be done?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm. No, but there is alternative always. There are available rooms and apartments just adjoining the temples.

Prabhupäda: Then it is all right, but he must be connected with temple.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. That's the principle. Under no circumstance should anybody be independent.

Prabhupäda: Upendra is here?

Upendra: Yes, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: So you have corrected that paste?

Upendra: Yes, Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: It has become soft?

Upendra: Yes, it's very soft and moist.

Prabhupäda: That's good.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Prabhupäda? It seems like your voice has become a little congested tonight. Are you feeling congested? Your voice seems a little...

Prabhupäda: Congested, my vice?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Voice. In the nose. Congestion.

Prabhupäda: My nose? Not very much.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh.

Prabhupäda: So you can go.

Upendra: Prabhupädajé? I have one question since you are speaking about gåhastha. If a brahmacäré decides to get married and then enters into married life, should he be encouraged to maintain that responsibility throughout his life?

Prabhupäda: No, no, unless he can maintain family, why should he marry?

Upendra: Well, I'm specifically questioning the fact that some... Of course, our movement is young, but so many women, their husbands leave them, and they are so young and they're left. So these young women I'm thinking may become a disturbance in the future to the movement, because how a woman can remain unmarried for so many years? Her husband has left her after a few years of marriage. Generally...

Prabhupäda: What we can do?

Upendra: I'm saying the emphasis of marriage responsibility, I don't know if it's preached that strongly. Generally it's preached that one should not...

Prabhupäda: No, if he marries, why he should not take responsibility of maintaining? Why he should marry if he has no power of maintaining?

Tamäla Kåñëa: What does that mean, "power of maintaining," Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: He must maintain his wife, children nicely. Otherwise why he should marry?

Tamäla Kåñëa: He shouldn't expect the temple to maintain him.

Prabhupäda: That is not possible.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Of course, he might be thinking, "Well, I'm a püjäré, so the temple should pay me money to maintain my family."

Prabhupäda: If we have got brahmacäré püjäré, why should we maintain a gåhastha? He is not only one püjäré. We have got sannyäsé, brahmacäré. Why should we maintain a gåhastha? And where is the means? After all, these things are to be adjusted. I can give you the ideas. The püjärés were given in Våndävana the temple, and they made it a source of income. Just like the gosäis are doing. Their püjä goes to hell.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Who?

Prabhupäda: Mean these gåhastha püjäré. Gradually the püjä will go to hell. They'll gradually glide down how to maintain family by showing the Deity. That is... The gosäis are doing. People have sentiment to give something to the Deity, and they will depend on that income. Bas. This is the position of these Våndävana temple. What is the position of the Rädhä-Ramaëa? Deterioration. It is not being properly done. They'll sell the property.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. Just like that Madan Mohan is thinking...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...to do. He says it's his property.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Imagine that. Whew! Boy!

Prabhupäda: He is maintaining it for his sons', daughters' marriage. That is...

Tamäla Kåñëa: After all, Tértha Mahäräja did that too.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He says, "My son is the next in line." Whew.

Prabhupäda: The interest will go to the family, not to the Deity.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's not good.

Prabhupäda: Jéva Gosvämé was brahmacäré. So he gave to a gåhastha çiñya to maintain Rädhä-Dämodara. But what is the position now? Gopäla Bhaööa Gosvämé was also a brahmacäré. 

Everything depends on training and mentality. 

If the attention is diverted  otherwise, 

then it is lost.
Tamäla Kåñëa: I think Mädhavendra Puré, he gave his Deity. Now it's again... You know, who has Govardhana Deity. Vallabhäcärya's line now worships.

Prabhupäda: They gave to the Vallabhäcärya. But somehow they are maintaining the status  quo.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm. Still very opulent. They do very elaborate. That Pushti Marg group, they do very elaborate Deity worship.

Prabhupäda: Very nice.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Of course, they don't preach very vigorously, but at least their Deity worship...

Prabhupäda: That is also preaching. Arcanam. One of the... If they maintain the Deity worship gorgeously, that is also preaching.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So the guiding principle should be that under no circumstance should anyone become lost.

Prabhupäda: Then what is the preaching? Alexander the Great? He was conquering, and as soon he went to conquer another place, the last place lost.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What happened?

Prabhupäda: Suppose I have conquered Bombay. Then I go to Karachi. In the meantime, Bombay is lost. That was being done, Alexander the Great. Means no proper management. Just like British Empire lost. They could not manage. So long they were managing well, it was going on.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Too much expansion with not enough good management.

Prabhupäda: No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Similarly, we should not expand too quickly...

Prabhupäda: No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...unless we have the proper management.

Prabhupäda: I am stressing, therefore, book selling.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm.

Prabhupäda: NOT opening  temples.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh. Yes. This is the reason, one of the reasons. Hm. I don't think many devotees think in terms of that, but this is a very practical point, that selling books, once you make the sale, that's it. The book will act.

Prabhupäda: Yes. It will remain permanent.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm. It establishes itself as a Deity within a person's home.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The book.

Prabhupäda: Now I have given my program. You tackle, GBC men. At least, don't make me Alexander the Great in my lifetime. (laughs) They say, "You are great, great, great." But don't make it small while I am living.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Or after. We will never make you that way.

Prabhupäda: Eh.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We should never do that.

Prabhupäda: That's... That's my request.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You've always said to us, at least whatever we have, maintain it.

Prabhupäda: And people are recognized I am great. Don't make me small. I'll not give you much trouble, but I am now invalid. What can I do?

Tamäla Kåñëa: It seems like even though you're invalid, it gives us more opportunity to serve you.

Prabhupäda: Thank you. What can I do? (laughs) I have to give, give you that opportunity. I cannot do without it.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It seems that it is your mercy to us.

Prabhupäda: All right, go on.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda. Thank you for all these instructions.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: All glories to you. (end)

Room Conversation              July 19, 1977, Våndävana
Prabhupäda: ...known as a religious man so that they can do business very exploitively. They were called by Guru Mahäräja, dharma-dhvaji.(?) Exploit (Bengali). Guru Mahäräja used to say dharma-dhvaji. "Daëòavat class." Yes. He knows simply to offer daëòavats. (laughs) Even so nice word: "Oh, he's a daëòavat class." My Guru Mahäräja was very humorous. He was a Calcutta bhap.(?) Therefore he liked me. All others, they came from East Bengal. I was the only disciple, Calcutta. All others...[ ]
(break) Otherwise you just grow cotton and pluck. Problem solved. Get some lamb fur. It is not killing. They grow. Take the, what is called?

Bhakti-caru: Fleece. Wool. Wool? Fleece.

Prabhupäda: Wool, yes. You make some warm cloth. Very easy to live. [ ]
Prabhupäda: And nobody is going to disturb you there. Make your own field and continue to become åttvik and act on my charge. People are becoming sympathetic there. The place is very nice. [ ]
Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm. (pause) Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda. [break] Should I go on, Çréla Prabhupäda? "This grand temple opening and Janmas..."
Prabhupäda: Very encouraging letter. Very encouraging letter.
I am VERY PLEASED.
If our farm project is  organized   all over the world... [break] [ ]
Prabhupäda: ...surrounded with Kåñëa consciousness. That was my great fortune. My father, mother, my relatives, my neighborhood... I had the opportunity mixing with... [break] Everywhere there was Kåñëa consciousness. And they were all well-to-do, rich. This was the opportunity. Then gradually it developed. My father was a great Vaiñëava. He was worshiping Rädhä-Kåñëa. Our family Deity was Dämodara. So hereditary we are Vaiñëavas, followers of Nitäi-Gaura...
And I had the opportunity of associating with Rädhä-Govinda of the Mulliks from childhood. We were playing there. I was seeing the Deity... [break] ....and I questioned, "Here is God," like that. Atmosphere was all Kåñëa conscious. [break] He was a retired pleader. He was our neighbor, so nice Vaiñëava.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Was he that elderly man who would sleep sometimes when he was offering obeisances?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Everywhere... My maternal uncle. They were very... They were not rich. Formerly they were rich, then reduced, but so much devotee. My aunt's house, mother's elder sister, mean this was the society. So all Vaiñëavas. Not strictly following the Vaiñëava regulation, but still, they were Kåñëa conscious. Even our maidservants, they were Kåñëa conscious. They were inviting their guru. They were trying to satisfy them. Used to keep the guru for learning Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Such was the atmosphere, even maidservant.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The whole society sounds Kåñëa conscious.

Prabhupäda: That was the atmosphere I had the opportunity to get.

[ ] [break]

Prabhupäda: Very pet child.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Pet child.

Prabhupäda: Whatever I shall want, they will supply. I was not a unwanted child for killing.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You told the story that one time, because you were accustomed to liking purés more than capätés and your mother didn't supply you, you ran upstairs and refused to eat. Then your father came home and became very sorry. And he made your mother cook immediately purés for you. Was that one of the sto...?

Prabhupäda: Hm. The name was kept Abhaya. Abhaya means "There is no fear of death of this child." In my maternal uncle's house, because I was born on the Nandotsava, they kept my name Nandadulal.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Nandadulal? Why were you called like that?

Prabhupäda: Because I was born in Nandotsava day.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Did they used to call you Nandadulal?

Prabhupäda: Hm. In my maternal uncle's house I was called Nandadulal. Nandu. [ ]
Prabhupäda: How people were happy in those days. A small income, they were satisfied. Nowadays they simply want money. Nobody was unhappy even if he had very small income. He would adjust, and develop Kåñëa consciousness. These things we have seen. I have seen that even the maidservant, what to speak of gentlemen. Where those days gone? And nobody was hungry. What is this nonsense civilization? Simply want of money and unsatisfied in every step. Especially in the Western countries they're becoming hippie. Why? The training is different.

Room Conversation              July 27, 1977 (and July 28, 1977), Våndävana

Prabhupäda: So everything all right?

Yaçomaténandana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So you are...

Yaçomaténandana: How are you feeling?

Prabhupäda: Not very good. Old man's disease. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura said, våddha käla äola saba sukha bhägala:(?) "When a man becomes old, all bodily comforts..." So it is not very good to live like an old man. It is troublesome. Body will be weakened, and all kinds of disease will be strong. Unless one is very strong in body, old age means suffering. So whatever Kåñëa-Balaräma desire.

Now it is up to you to maintain the Society very nicely.

There is framework. There is idea. There is facility of everything. If you like, you can maintain work.

Yaçomaténandana: They're having a very nice farm in Ahmedabad.

Prabhupäda: That's nice.

Yaçomaténandana: One hundred acres. It's all very nice level land, and we have planted crops in 150 bighäs. That is about...

Prabhupäda: So you give some... We are getting many other land. 
If your becomes ideal, you can teach them. People are coming for chanting? [ ]

Prabhupäda: We don't want any profit. We don't want any profit.
You produce. You eat. You chant. Organize. Don't go outside.

Yaçomaténandana: Don't go to the cities.

Prabhupäda: No.

Be a man of character. No illicit sex, no intoxication. Vaiñëava.

Eat sufficiently, dress sufficiently. Live very comfortably.

Whatever profit is there, it should be invested again for books. That's... Because we are investing money, our land... Therefore we are not profited.

Beneficiary, you.

It is a cooperative  Society.
You produce your needs, 

(Ed: cooperatively according to the four livelihoods: charity from, tax of and labour for the production from protected cows and agricultural produce by bulls)

live comfortably, chant Hare Kåñëa.
Our only interest is
that you are taking interest in Kåñëa consciousness, working.(Ed: both)

Otherwise we don't want to exploit you. That is not... If there is no sufficient, you can... 
We help you manage it.

You manage your own affair. (Ed: brahmanas, ksatriyas and vaisyas)

We give you

Live happily, chant.
This should be... Will not they  agree?

Yaçomaténandana: Yes, they will very much agree.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yaçomaténandana: They already like our program of chanting and dancing.

Yaçomaténandana: Very much they love it. People come from distant villages in groups.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Make them... In Gujarat it is very good. 
So you show an example that other camp will...

Yaçomaténandana: This year we are taking some cash crops just to develop the farm.

Prabhupäda: That's all right.

Yaçomaténandana: But then, once we have developed, then we can have rice and wheat and then distribute free prasäda to everyone. Because every inch of the land is cultivatable.

Prabhupäda: I have given so much for... Try to repay.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Prabhupäda wants you to engage the local people in farming that land. Can you do that?

Yaçomaténandana: Well, we are doing it as...

Prabhupäda: Gradually.

Yaçomaténandana: Gradually.

Prabhupäda: Gradually. [ ]

Prabhupäda: This farm...

Gopäla Kåñëa: You like the idea also...

Prabhupäda: Very good.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Having a temple and a farm?

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Påthivéte äche yata nagarädi gräma. There is no distinction that you have to make in the city. Nagarädi gräma. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's...

Yaçomaténandana: And it is our experience that in the city hardly fifteen, twenty people come. But in the village, hundred fifty, two hundred come, even though the temple is...

Prabhupäda: You can make an ideal place. Very good. [ ]

Prabhupäda: Do it nicely. All facilities will come.

Gopäla Kåñëa: They can make small cottages for the gåhasthas.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Gopäla Kåñëa: And then they'll be happy there.

Prabhupäda: Weekly visitors. Two-rooms cottage.

Gopäla Kåñëa: This will attract a lot of people.

Prabhupäda: And it will cost not more than fifteen thousand, two-room cottage.

Yaçomaténandana: Now we will organize. Just now we had to rush everything.

Prabhupäda: No. No, no. Don't make it a rush.

Yaçomaténandana: Because we had no facilities there.

Prabhupäda: No, you can prepare bricks. By brick... Make in such a way that we get local supplies.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Prabhupäda said we can make the bricks also.
Prabhupäda: Bricks and tiles... Local potter can make that round tile. Make a brick that... And you have got bamboo. Take local supply as far as possible.

Meeting with Governor Of Tamil Nadu         July 31, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: After all, the thing is that so long we have got this body, the janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi, you have to accept. This is the statement in the Bhagavad-gétä. So the human endeavor should be diverted how to stop this repetition of birth and death. That is the prime instruction in the Bhagavad-gétä. Tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti. Kåñëa says that,

janma karma ca me divyaà

yo jänäti tattvataù

tyaktvä dehaà punar janma

naiti mäm eti...

So our movement is on that platform, how to stop. Our whole Vedic culture is based on that process. When Viçvämitra Mahäräja went to see Daçaratha about..., Daçaratha Mahäräja inquired from Viçvämitra, aihistaà(?) yat punar-janma-jayäya: "You are great saintly person. You are trying to conquer over birth and death. Is your process going on nicely?" Viçvämitra inquired Daçaratha Mahäräja about royal activities, government, prosperity, because he was kñatriya and he was brähmaëa.

So my request...
This, our Gétä philosophy, 

that cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù...
THERE MUST BE
a class of men, ideal brähmaëas; 

a class of men, ideal kñatriyas; 

class of men, ideal vaiçyas; 

and balance, çüdras, to help.

That will make the human society happy.
COOPERATE  (Ed: cooperatively SUBSIST)
Just like body. There are different departments: head department, then arms department, then the belly department and the leg department. If they are all in good condition, the health is all right. And now, at the present moment, I am suffering because my belly department is not working nicely.

So we cannot neglect any department. 

There  must be all  the departments
and they M U S T  be cooperative and healthy.

So this  movement   is  meant for that p u r p o s e.
It is the duty of government to give us protection. 

The counter movement is this Communistic movement. They want to drive away God conscious and we want to give God con..., completely opposite. Therefore they do not like it. This Mäyäpura affair has been completely...

Governor: Distorted. I know it.

Prabhupäda: Distorted. Manufactured by the Communists.

Governor: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So give us little protection. That is my request.

Governor: We'll do it, no doubt. I'm meeting the Prime Minister tomorrow, and we are going to discuss that matter. This is my daughter. She stays in Delhi.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Thank you very much. She is married?

Governor: She is married. She has a husband. She was also an advocate in... This is husband. He's in the government of India agricultural department now.

Prabhupäda: Very good. 

We are very much interested in agriculture.

Room Conversation with Madhudviña and others          August 17, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: So remain as gåhastha and render your service. There is no harm. If one could not proceed, it doesn't matter. Failure is the pillar of success. Then try. Again you shall try. Where is Çrutakérti? How are you?

Çrutakérti: Very well, thank you.

Prabhupäda: Çrutakérti is also gåhastha. So jointly you can work and improve this movement. That is our ambition. Gåhe bä banete thäke, hä gauräìga bole òäke, narottama mäge tära saìga. "Either he remains at home or as a sannyäsé, if he is devotee of Lord Gauräìga, I want his association." That is Narottama Öhäkura's... Gåhe bä banete thäke, hä gauräìga bole òäke, narottama mäge tära saìga. So follow the principles, and whichever position is suitable. Don't be carried away by the waves of mäyä. Capture Caitanya Mahäprabhu and you'll be saved. Is that all right? Don't leave us. You are quite... At least you made advance. You are one of the important devotees. So don't lose that position now. Manage in the position you want to remain. Now Gaurasundara has also come. So I'm glad to see that you are... Your bunch of hair is long. Yes. Cut it. So give them place to stay nicely.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Prasädam.

Prabhupäda: Prasädam. And remain here for some time. Of course, according to my horoscope, these days are my last days. But if Kåñëa saves, that is a different thing. They have calculated eighty-two years and two days?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Eighty-one years, five months, and twenty-eight days.

Prabhupäda: That is the..., according to calculation of my horoscope. Eighty-one years will be completed, and eighty-second year will begin. It doesn't matter I leave this body. Even in death I'll live. One year before or one year after... Now as far as possible, I have trained you. Try to follow the principles. And go ahead. Don't be set back by mäyä's tricks. Go ahead, forward, at any cost. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura said... So many obstacles are coming. Mäyä is strong. And still, we are going forward. That's all right.

Devotees: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda. [break]

The following are some entries from TKG’s Diary:

(Ed: there appear to be no available transcriptions of these conversations)

August 3 1977

Satsvarüpa Mahäräja inquired in a letter about the difference between first and second initiation.  Çréla Prabhupäda explained, 

"First initiation is more important.  

You can go without second initiation.  

First initiation stands strong.  

If it is executed very thoroughly, that is sufficient.  

The Vedic system was to give sacred thread at the first initiation.  We follow päïcarätriké.  Vedic initiation was given to persons born of a brähmaëa.  That is not possible in this age.  Therefore he has to be prepared by harinama, then second.  He's given a chance.  Therefore, others are protesting: he is not born of a brähmaëa, how can he be initiated?  

The spiritual master accepts the disciples' sinful reactions at the time of first initiation."

August 9 1977 (TKG’s Diary- no available conversation transcription?)
"B O O K  DISTRIBUTION  and farms: 

these are our solid programs.  


They can change the whole world.  

The whole foundation of animal civilization can be destroyed.  

If I have hope for still living, 

I wanted to organize the farms, make it perfect.  

Simple living and high thinking."

August 10 1977 (TKG’s Diary- no available conversation transcription?)
Bhakti-caru replied, 

"Çréla Prabhupäda, if you stay three years more, so much can be done."  

Çréla Prabhupäda answered, 

"I have only done fifty percent of what I want to do.  

The farms have to be done.  

If they are established, varëäçrama will be established.”  

In the afternoon before taking rest, Çréla Prabhupäda asked Upendra whether he had ever seen a slaughterhouse.  Upendra answered that in Australia, they first make the cows unconscious by hitting them with a sledgehammer.  When Çréla Prabhupäda arose, he said to Upendra, 

"What you have said to me about the hammer has made me horrified."

FINAL LETTERS: 10th August, 1977:
To His Grace Hari Sauri Prabhu (GBC Australia), dictated to Çréla Prabhupäda’s secretary His Holiness Tamala Krishna Goswami.

Çréla Prabhupäda was most enlivened to hear the report of New Govardhana farm. His Divine Grace, in the last month or so, has been stressing the importance of these farm projects, and said:

"THIS is the next aspect of Kåñëa consciousness which

I wish to push forward.

If I am able to travel again then I shall visit the farms and

make them perfect.
On these farms we can demonstrate the full varëäçrama system.

If these farms become successful,

then the whole world will be enveloped by Kåñëa consciousness.
"From your letter I can understand how nice this farm is. I am very happy to see fresh vegetables, fresh fruits, grains, the devotees taking sumptuous prasadam and chanting Hare Kåñëa.

This is the actual meaning of human life. It is a very good farm, from your letter I can understand.

"Whatever you build, get the building materials locally. If you can manufacture tiles locally, then your house problem is solved. Build up a bamboo frame and on it place tiles.

In any event, get everything locally.
I wish to make a farm tour, and then I shall surely visit your farm."

I suggested to Çréla Prabhupäda that he was the farm äcärya, but Çréla Prabhupäda said:

“Kåñëa is the Farm Äcärya.

Baladeva is holding a plough, and Kåñëa is holding the calf.

Kåñëa advised Nanda Mahäräja not to perform Indra-püjä,

but to worship the land, Govardhana,

because it was supplying all foodstuffs for the residents
of Våndävana, and the cows as well."
[Editor’s Note: This is a confidential formula for transforming land into the spiritual world. When all the residents of a particular tract of land (“village”) are happily subsisting exclusively (through cooperation of the four livelihoods in assisting, producing, taxing and charity) on whatever foodstuffs are produced there locally with the help of happy protected bulls and cows after offering it to the Lord; daily chanting their minimum prescribed rounds of the Hare Kåñëa mahamantra; following the principles and instructions given by His Divine Grace for farming communities; that land becomes worshipable; it becomes Govardhana, Våndävana. That is “worship of the land”.]
So Çréla Prabhupäda wants you to develop this farm very nicely, as it will be the future program to present to the world as the ideal of Kåñëa consciousness. In the cities we are interested for preaching (Ed:?) but we cannot present the ideal varëäçrama system. This is only possible at the farms, so they are very important.

(From) Letter to His Grace Ramesvara Prabhu,

Managing Director of the Bhaktivedanta Book Trust Vrndavana, August 22, 1977
The other day I came in with the July BBT report and Srila Prabhupada asked, “Any good news?” I said, “Yes, all about book distribution.” Srila Prabhupada said, “That is real good news. Books will make history.”

Throughout the last month Srila Prabhupada has

emphasized the important role

the farm communities will play

in the future of the Krishna consciousness Movement.
Srila Prabhupada explains that it is

at these farm communities that

the varnasrama system,

the basis of civilized society, can actually take place.

He DESIRES to organize such IDEALvarnasrama farm communities.

In response to a letter from Tulsi Das Prabhu which described the wonderful farm being organized in South Africa, Srila Prabhupada commented,

“These news are giving me new life, although I am a dead man. (ED: goes for all)

I wanted to see a little more that the whole world is overflooded with Krishna consciousness. In my horoscope just done they have described although this is a critical period, if I pass through, I will live 100 years. Then I shall surely come to visit your farm. From: your description I can understand it is a very, very nice farm.

It gives me great pleasure to know that the devotees can eat

nicely fresh vegetables, and grains, and pure milk.
I am very enthused to know how the local people are responding so much and donating to help construct the project. The project is very nice. You are actually “Tulasi Das.”

Your letter is very encouraging. I AM VERY PLEASED.
If our farm projects   are organized   all over the world,

THEN we shall conquer.

As soon as I see the farms growing, fresh vegetables, fresh fruits, and the devotees eating sumptuously and chanting Hare Krishna, O, how wonderful it is! What is this nonsense civilization of the karmis? When I hear this report my chest swells up being so proud of my disciples’ achievements.” At this point I said to His Divine Grace, ‘Srila Prabhupada You are the farm acarya.’ But Srila Prabhupada replied, “Krishna is the farm acarya. Balarama has a plow and Krishna has calf. Krishna forced His father, Don’t have Indra-puja. Worship THIS land which is GIVING FOOD to the cows and cowherd men.”

More entries from TKG’s Diary: ( no available conversation transcription?)
August 16 1977

After lunch, Prabhupäda said, 

"In the Western countries, somehow or other, we can stop meat eating?  

And slaughterhouses?  

I think it is possible by prasädam propaganda.  Then they will stop voluntarily.  

(Ed: people will then understand that the milk and grains they are eating are products of the slaughterhouse industry and will therefore try to organize themselves in farm villages to subsist by cooperative food distribution based on cow and bull protection through the occupations of varnasrama and chanting Hare Krishna.)

Their whole life is sinful.  They are not only animals, they are ferocious animals.  

I am seriously thinking how to organize a Society  with out sinful activities.  (August 16, 1977!)
At least in America.  

Actually this world is full of so many sinful men.  We have to preach to them and mix with them (Ed: i.e eat food produced by them sinfully) and share their sinful effects." 
Prabhupäda commented, 

"Varëäçrama-dharma is a systematic way of tapasya.  

Tapasya means controlling sex, and everything can be done by bhakti. 

Therefore, our movement has become superexcellent."

September 4 1977 (TKG’s Diary- no available conversation transcription?)
"I want to live a little longer to make more perfect everything," Çréla Prabhupäda said.

"Will you do this by enthusing the devotees by staying with them, or is there a specific program?" I asked.

"A specific program," he replied.  "I want to introduce varëäçrama.  

At our New York farm, 

the biggest problem of life is solved: food."

September 14 1977 (TKG’s Diary- no available conversation transcription?)
We tried to encourage Prabhupäda to continue to take the food supplement Complan, but he was not at all agreeable.
"What is the use of artificial food when there is natural?  

You Westerners like the taste of canned, frozen, preserved, rotten foods.  You eat and then keep the leftovers for seven months, and this you like.  

And you like drinking cold milk.  This Complan is not fresh.  

I shall try to live on milk and fruit juice.  Nothing artificial."

September 22 1977 (TKG’s Diary- no available conversation transcription?)
My request is . . ..  Somehow or other I was born in a different community, a different atmosphere.  

You were born in a different community, a different atmosphere.  

I have given some idea and you have taken it and people have appreciated.  

It is standard.  

Now, it depends on you how to spread it.  

The ideas, the plan I have already written in my books.  

You have to take the direction and spread it  all over the world.
Back to Srila Prabhupada’s Conversations chronologically:

Room Conversation          October 6, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Of course, if I die, there is nothing to be ruined. 

You are all participants.

So organize this farm project, simple living.

Human life is meant for God realization.

Try to help them.

This is my...
Paramänanda: We're always feeling your presence very strongly, Çréla Prabhupäda, simply by your teachings and your instructions. We're always meditating on your instructions.

Prabhupäda: Thank you. That is the real presence. 

Physical presence is not important.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda? Mother Satyabhämä, she wrote a short note to you. Should I read it to you?

Prabhupäda: Um hm.

Tamäla Kåñëa: She said, "Dear Çréla Prabhupäda, please accept my most humble obeisances. All glories to Your Divine Grace. This shawl is made of the wool from our own sheep, spun and woven here at Gétä-nagaré. It is the first piece we have made. While I was working on it I would always think of you, of how I was supposedly making you a gift. But actually you are giving me the gift of engagement in devotional service. Çréla Prabhupäda, I always pray to Lord Nåsiàhadeva to protect you and allow you to stay with us to finish your books. But I think today the rain falling from the sky is actually the tears of the demigods, crying at the prospect of your departure. I am also crying. Even Kåñëa cried at the passing of Grandfather Bhéñma, so I have a right to cry. I cannot be so philosophical to say that you are always present in your books and teachings, though I know these things are true. I will miss you so much, Çréla Prabhupäda, if you go. I beg that I may always remain your menial servant and devotee. Your humble disciple, Satyabhämä däsé."

Prabhupäda: Thank to her. Made with our wool.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So you'll take rest now, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Um hm. This can be on the foot. Yes. Up.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is it warm?

Prabhupäda: Hm, very nice. Very comfortable. Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa... Made with our wool.
Room Conversation               October 2, 1977, Vrndavana

Prabhupäda: There is fresh milk? Half water, half milk. [ ]

Tamäla Kåñëa: Dr. Sharma. Oh, yes. Where is he? He's here. 

Did that milk give you any mucus, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: No.
Tamäla Kåñëa: That's good.

Prabhupäda: It is very, very good.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Really fresh.
Prabhupäda: If I drink this milk twice, morning and evening, 

I think I can avoid any food.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You don't like fruit juice?

Prabhupäda: I mean to say, I can drink in the meantime, but by 

simply drinking this milk, I can live healthy. I think so. [ ]
Prabhupäda: That is my concern, that such huge, huge establishment, if properly,       regularly not managed, then again everything will be finished.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I don't think that that's going to happen, Çréla Prabhupäda. We're too much indebted to you to allow what you have established to become spoiled.
Prabhupäda: Please see to that.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: In this condition it is impossible for me.

Tamäla Kåñëa: All you should have to do is just think about Kåñëa and Balaräma.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kindly give me that chance.
Brahmänanda: (to a devotee:) "Kindly give me that chance."

Prabhupäda: In this condition, even I cannot move my body on the bed. Only chance you should give me--let me die little peacefully, without any anxiety. 

I have given in writing everything, 

whatever you wanted—
my will, my executive power, everything. 

Disaster will happen if you cannot manage  it. Hm?

Room Conversation                October the 8th, 1977 in Våndävana
Näräyaëa Mahäräja: You should call me, and I will come.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. He described the entire ceremony in detail, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: So he knows. When you are ready(?), let him have it. (Bengali)

Näräyaëa Mahäräja: (Bengali) You have fulfilled all, everything. (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: Don't fight amongst yourselves. 

I have given the explanation, MY WILL 

Execute like that. (Ed: i.e. like the NEXT conversation, as the last of MANY of such)
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

SB 10.39.53

[ ] Käla, or the time factor, has many assistants, such as svabhäva, saàskära, käma, karma and guëa. Svabhäva, or one's own nature, is formed according to the association of the material qualities. Käraëaà guëa-saìgo 'sya sad-asad-yoni janmasu (Bg. 13.22). Sat and asat-svabhäva—one's higher or lower nature—is formed by association with the different qualities, namely sattva-guëa, rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa. We should gradually come to the sattva-guëa, so that we may avoid the two lower guëas. This can be done if we regularly discuss Çrémad-Bhägavatam and hear about Kåñëa's activities. Nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu nityaà bhägavata-sevayä (SB 1.2.18). All the activities of Kåñëa described in Çrémad-Bhägavatam, beginning even with the pastimes concerning Pütanä, are transcendental. Therefore, by hearing and discussing Çrémad-Bhägavatam, the rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa are subdued, so that only sattva-guëa remains. Then rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa cannot do us any harm.
Varëäçrama-dharma, therefore, is essential, for it can bring people to sattva-guëa. 
Tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobhädayaç ca ye (SB 1.2.19). Tamo-guëa and rajo-guëa increase lust and greed, which implicate a living entity in such a way that he must exist in this material world in many, many forms. That is very dangerous. 
One should therefore be brought to sattva-guëa 
by the establishment of varëäçrama-dharma 
and should develop the brahminical qualifications of being very neat and clean, 
rising early in the morning and seeing maìgala-ärätrika, and so on. 
In this way, one should stay in sattva-guëa, and then one cannot be influenced by tamo-guëa and rajo-guëa.

The opportunity for this purification is the special feature of human life; in other lives, this is not possible. Such purification can be achieved very easily by rädhä-kåñëa-bhajana, devotional service rendered to Rädhä and Kåñëa, and therefore Narottama däsa Öhäkura sings, hari hari viphale janama goìäinu, indicating that unless one worships Rädhä-Kåñëa, one's human form of life is wasted. Väsudeve bhagavati bhakti-yogaù prayojitaù/ janayaty äçu vairägyam (SB 1.2.7).[ ] 
But if we do not come to the stage of sattva-guëa in this human life, then, as Narottama däsa Öhäkura sings, hari hari viphale janama goìäinu—
there is no profit in gaining this human form of life. [ ]
[Note: Below, part of the purport as transcribed directly from the video]

“According to the association of different natures, we get a body. karanam guna sangasya sad asad yoni janmasu. Therefore we should always seek good association, devotee association. Then our life will be successful. If we live with good association, then we cultivate knowledge. . . A man is known by his company. So if we have the chance of association with devotees, then our character, nature becomes better. By hearing, by discussing Srimad Bhagavatam, this raja guna, tama guna are subdued. Then sattva guna remains. nasta prayesu abhadresu nityam bhagavata sevaya. Then raja guna, tama guna cannot do us harm. Therefore varnasrama dharma is so essential that people live in sattva guna. Tama guna, raja guna increases lust and greediness, and that implicates the living entity who exists in the material world in many, many forms. That is very dangerous. Therefore, they should be brought into sattva guna by the establishment of varnasrama dharma.” 

SB 10.13.54

We should discuss Çrémad-Bhägavatam daily as much as possible, and then everything will be clarified, for Bhägavatam is the essence of all Vedic literature (nigama-kalpa-taror galitaà phalam [SB 1.1.3]). It was written by Vyäsadeva (mahä-muni-kåte) when he was self-realized. Thus the more we read Çrémad-Bhägavatam, the more its knowledge becomes clear. Each and every verse is transcendental.

SB 10.13.55

Çréla Jéva Gosvämé has said that unless we accept acintya in the Supreme, we cannot accommodate the conception of God. This must be understood. Therefore we say that the words of çästra should be taken as they are, without change, since they are beyond our arguments. Acintyäù khalu ye bhävä na täàs tarkeëa yojayet: "That which is acintya cannot be ascertained by argument." [ ]

One must submit. There is no alternative. Na täàs tarkeëa yojayet. This submission marks the difference between Kåñëa-ites and Mäyävädés.

SB 10.13.58

We actually do not die. At death, we are merely kept inert for some time, just as during sleep. At night we sleep, and all our activities stop, but as soon as we arise, our memory immediately returns, and we think, "Oh, where am I? What do I have to do?" This is called suptotthita-nyäya. Suppose we die. "Die" means that we become inert for some time and then again begin our activities. This takes place life after life, according to our karma, or activities, and svabhäva, or nature by association. Now, in the human life, if we prepare ourselves by beginning the activity of our spiritual life, we return to our real life and attain perfection. Otherwise, according to karma, svabhäva, prakåti and so on, our varieties of life and activity continue, and so also do our birth and death. As explained by Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, mäyära vaçe, yäccha bhese', khäccha häbuòubu bhäi: "My dear brothers, why are you being washed away by the waves of mäyä?" One should come to the spiritual platform, and then one's activities will be permanent. Kåta-puëya-puïjäù: [SB 10.12.11] this stage is attained after one accumulates the results of pious activities for many, many lives. Janma-koöi-sukåtair na labhyate (Cc. Madhya 8.70). The Kåñëa consciousness movement wants to stop koöi-janma, repeated birth and death. In one birth, one should rectify everything and come to permanent life. This is Kåñëa consciousness.

SB 10.13.59

TRANSLATION

Then, looking in all directions, Lord Brahmä immediately saw Våndävana before him, filled with trees, which were the means of livelihood for the inhabitants and which were equally pleasing in all seasons.

PURPORT

Janäjévya-drumäkérëam: trees and vegetables are essential, and they give happiness all year round, in all seasons. That is the arrangement in Våndävana. It is not that in one season the trees are pleasing and in another season not pleasing; rather, they are equally pleasing throughout the seasonal changes. Trees and vegetables provide the real means of livelihood recommended for everyone. Sarva-käma-dughä mahé (SB 1.10.4). Trees and vegetables, not industry, provide the real means of life.

SB 10.13.60

Våndävana is the transcendental abode of the Lord, where there is no hunger, anger or thirst. Though naturally inimical, both human beings and fierce animals live there together in transcendental friendship.

PURPORT

The word vana means "forest." We are afraid of the forest and do not wish to go there, but in Våndävana the forest animals are as good as demigods, for they have no envy. Even in this material world, in the forest the animals live together, and when they go to drink water they do not attack anyone. Envy develops because of sense gratification, but in Våndävana there is no sense gratification, for the only aim is Kåñëa's satisfaction. Even in this material world, the animals in Våndävana are not envious of the sädhus who live there. The sädhus keep cows and supply milk to the tigers, saying, "Come here and take a little milk." Thus envy and malice are unknown in Våndävana. That is the difference between Våndävana and the ordinary world. We are horrified to hear the name of vana, the forest, but in Våndävana there is no such horror. Everyone there is happy by pleasing Kåñëa. Kåñëotkértana-gäna-nartana-parau. Whether a gosvämé or a tiger or other ferocious animal, everyone's business is the same—to please Kåñëa. Even the tigers are also devotees. This is the specific qualification of Våndävana. In Våndävana everyone is happy. The calf is happy, the cat is happy, the dog is happy, the man is happy—everyone. Everyone wants to serve Kåñëa in a different capacity, and thus there is no envy. One may sometimes think that the monkeys in Våndävana are envious, because they cause mischief and steal food, but in Våndävana we find that the monkeys are allowed to take butter, which Kåñëa Himself distributes. Kåñëa personally demonstrates that everyone has the right to live. This is Våndävana life. Why should I live and you die? No. That is material life. The inhabitants of Våndävana think, "Whatever is given by Kåñëa, let us divide it as prasäda and eat." This mentality cannot appear all of a sudden, but it will gradually develop with Kåñëa consciousness; by sädhana, one can come to this platform.

In the material world one may collect funds all over the world in order to distribute food freely, yet those to whom the food is given may not even feel appreciative. The value of Kåñëa consciousness, however, will gradually be very much appreciated. For instance, in an article about the temple of the Hare Kåñëa movement in Durban, South Africa, the Durban Post reported, "All the devotees here are very active in the service of Lord Kåñëa, and the results are obvious to see: happiness, good health, peace of mind, and the development of all good qualities." This is the nature of Våndävana. Haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëäù: without Kåñëa consciousness, happiness is impossible; one may struggle, but one cannot have happiness. We are therefore trying to give human society the opportunity for a life of happiness, good health, peace of mind and all good qualities through God consciousness.

SB 10.13.61

Rising and falling again and again at the lotus feet of Lord Kåñëa for a long time, Lord Brahmä remembered over and over the Lord's greatness he had just seen.

PURPORT

As stated in one prayer,

çrutim apare småtim itare bhäratam anye bhajantu bhava-bhétäù

aham iha nandaà vande yasyälinde paraà brahma

"Let others study the Vedas, småti and Mahäbhärata, fearing material existence, but I shall worship Nanda Mahäräja, in whose courtyard is crawling the Supreme Brahman. Nanda Mahäräja is so great that the Para-brahman is crawling in his yard, and therefore I shall worship him." (Padyävalé 126)

Brahmä was falling down in ecstasy. Because of the presence of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, who exactly resembled a human child, Brahmä was naturally astonished. Therefore with a faltering voice he offered prayers, understanding that here was the Supreme Person.

SB 10.13.64

Then, rising very gradually and wiping his two eyes, Lord Brahmä looked up at Mukunda. Lord Brahmä, his head bent low, his mind concentrated and his body trembling, very humbly began, with faltering words, to offer praises to Lord Kåñëa.

PURPORT

Brahmä, being very joyful, began to shed tears, and he washed the lotus feet of Kåñëa with his tears. Repeatedly he fell and rose as he recalled the wonderful activities of the Lord. After repeating obeisances for a long time, Brahmä stood up and smeared his hands over his eyes. Çréla Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura comments that the word locane indicates that with his two hands he wiped the two eyes on each of his four faces. Seeing the Lord before him, Brahmä began to offer prayers with great humility, respect and attention.
[FINAL SENTENCE of the FINAL PURPORT by HIS DIVINE GRACE] 
(continuing the chronological sequence of the conversations from Oct 8th above)
October 10, 1977, Våndävana
Tamäla Kåñëa: That's Upendra Prabhu. He's cleaning up your room for you. He's cleaning the floor nicely. He put fresh flowers. Somehow you have to be able to eat something, Çréla Prabhupäda. That's the... At least in my mind it's perplexing question which I don't know the answer to. In all these events I have to face the reality that I'm simply a completely bewildered fool. I know you have to... If you're to get better, you have to be able to eat something. I don't know what to suggest, though.

Prabhupäda:                      You bring some milk. That's...
Tamäla Kåñëa: You want to drink some milk? (to Upendra) You make just now. You want any water mixed with it? Half-half? (to Upendra) Milk half-half with water. (some whispering discussion with Upendra) Upendra is thinking that milk will cause the coughing.

Upendra: Çréla Prabhupäda, I think that just as you gradually decreased your eating and drinking and became very weak, so you should increase gradually, very carefully. Yesterday you drank barley water and grape juice, and you didn't come down with a cough. So if you increase just a little barley water and mung water, then after a few days thin milk, maybe some Complan, and then gradually increase the resistance...

…Tamäla Kåñëa: Take barley water now?

Prabhupäda:               In milk. Milk will give some strength. (Oct 10, 1977)
Tamäla Kåñëa: Milk will give some strength, Prabhupäda says. He's going to make now, Çréla Prabhupäda ()….We have... Jayatértha brought us new boxes of Complan from England. You have fresh supply now. You want Complan instead of milk?

Prabhupäda: What do you think?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Well, whatever you take, we don't want you to cough. That's a fact. That's too disturbing. So... [break] Why not take barley water instead of milk? I mean is milk better than barley water?

Prabhupäda: No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So yesterday you took barley water and you didn't get mucus. So why not stick with that for a little while and get some more strength? See, if you get mucus now, because you don't have much strength, it will be difficult for you to cough. First of all, better to get more strength. Then we can take up drinking some things like milk which might cause a little mucus, but then you'd have the strength to cough. Now we should not take any risk. Is that a fact? At least that's how I'm thinking. It may be better you drink some barley water. Do you mind drinking it?

Prabhupäda:                  With little milk mixed up.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Little Complan or milk? 
Prabhupäda: Milk. (!) (Oct. 10)
Visit From Allopathic Doctor     October 10, 1977, Våndävana

Doctor: (Hindi) That shows there is deficiency of vitamin B-complex. (Hindi) [ ]

Doctor: That is... He must be... Posture must be changed after every two hours. Some massage of the body is necessity. Prabhupäda likes matta? Whey?

Abhiräma: Whey is good?

Dr. Kapoor: But does Prabhupäda like it?

Abhiräma: It can be used to mix these. We can use it instead of water?

Doctor: Rather, it is a protein food, protein without fat. (Bengali) Matta(?) means when you serve (Ed: separate?) the milk, milk or curd, you get whey. And that whey will be very easily digested. It will prevent the gases also and will be a supplement of protein.

Room Conversation October 14, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Tomorrow shall I take the risk of taking little milk???
Devotee: Generally when you take milk it causes lot of difficulty with mucus. This sweet lime juice, that seems to be doing some good, though. Perhaps it might be better not to take the milk for a little while until your system becomes more healthy.

Room Conversation (2)       October 18, 1977, Vrndavana

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. One Bengali gentleman has come from New York?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. Mr. Sukamal Roy Chowdury.

Prabhupäda: So I have deputed some of you to initiate. Hm?
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. Actually... Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: So I think Jayapatäkä can do that if he likes. I have already deputed. Tell him.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So, deputies, Jayapatäkä's name was there? (Ed: past tense)

Bhagavän: It is already on there, Çréla Prabhupäda. His name was on that list.

Prabhupäda: So I depute him to do this at Mäyäpura, and you may go with him.

I stop  for the time being. Is that all right? (Ed: present tense)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Stopped doing what, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: This initiation. I have deputed the, my disciples. Is it clear or not?
Giriräja: It's clear.

Prabhupäda: You have got the list of the names?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: And if by Kåñëa's grace I recover from this condition, then I shall begin again, 

or I may not be pressed in this condition to initiate. It is not good.

Giriräja: We will explain to him so that he will understand properly.

Prabhupäda: Hm? Hm?

Giriräja: I said we will explain to the Bengali gentleman just as you have described to us, so that he'll be satisfied with this arrangement. 

Prabhupäda: And Dr. Ghosh has his scheme, 

but actually the scheme is there in the Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 

We want to introduce that scheme to our Gurukula. 

We haven't got to manufacture scheme. Is that correct?

Bhakti-caru: He's saying Çréla Prabhupäda should drink at least a kilo of milk every day.

Prabhupäda: People of the world, they're hankering after this civilization. Unfortunately we are miser. We are not giving them...

Çré Näräyaëa: All that they should get.

Prabhupäda: This is not good. [ ]

Prabhupäda: (Hindi) And it is natural.

Çré Näräyaëa: Natural and it is really marvelous how it has happened.

Prabhupäda: They were also hankering. And as soon as they got it, they got life.
Çré Näräyaëa: (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: Äcchä. You can go. They will talk with me something.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You want us to go outside, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Yes. [ ]

TKG’s Diary:

“It did not seem they were listening very deeply.  Sriman Bhajaj said he had something to talk about with Prabhupäda alone.  Çréla Prabhupäda told us to leave; but as the tape recorder was on, I allowed it to continue. 

(Ed: translated from Hindi?)
Bhajaj: Since I met you yesterday and saw you in this condition, a few questions appeared in my mind.  We don't know about the relationship between you and God.  We don't know when He may call you back to Him.  So I was wondering, when you are not here, who will take care of such a big establishment that you built?  I mean, won't there be someone who would take your position?

Prabhupäda: They all will do that.
Bhajaj: They will do that.  Won't there be one particular person or a group of about five to ten people who will take your position?

(Ed: appears to be paraphrased:)
Prabhupäda: Caitanya Mahäprabhu didn't say that just one person would be there.  

Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, 

"You all become guru.  

But become gurus the way I am saying you to be.  

Then the movement will spread around the world." 
Bhajaj:  But Caitanya Mahäprabhu was alone.  And you also are alone.

Prabhupäda: Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, 

"I don't have the power; you all come and make me powerful and spread the holy name around the world."  

This is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's teaching.

Bhajaj: But what you have done, how many could do that?

Prabhupäda: No, it is a matter of trying.  If you try, then you also can do this.

Bhajaj: But God empowers someone.

Prabhupäda: Yes, God gives the power....

At this point,  Sriman Bhajaj realized the tape recorder was on and called one of us in to turn it off.”  

Çré Bajaj: (Hindi) Excuse me. We are just talking alone with him. (break)

“After a while, I refused to remain outside and walked into their private meeting.  They were a little embarrassed and seemingly frustrated.  After they left, I asked Çréla Prabhupäda what they wanted.”

(Ed: back to the conversations:)
Prabhupäda: "...after you, who will take the leadership?" 

And "Everyone will take, all my disciples. If you want, you can take also. (laughter) 

But if you follow. 

They are prepared to sacrifice everything, so they'll take the leadership. 

I may, one, go away, 

but there will be hundreds, and they'll preach. If you want, you can also become a leader. 

We have no such thing, that 'Here is leader.' 

Anyone who FOLLOWS the previous leadership, 

HE’S a leader. 

'Indian,' we have no such distinction, 'Indian,' 'European.' "

Brahmänanda: They wanted an Indian to be the leader?

Prabhupäda: Yes. (laughs) "Everyone, all my disciples, they are leaders.

If you want to follow, you can become a leader. You are Indian. But you don't want." I told them that.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, they probably wanted to propose somebody who would take over our movement.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Leaders. All nonsense.

Prabhupäda: Don't keep money. Spend it. The karmés, they spend for sense gratification. You spend for Kåñëa.

Bhakti-caru: This morning, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: What time?

Bhakti-caru: Quarter past eight.

Prabhupäda:
Read Bhagavad-gétä thoroughly,

follow the rules and regulations,

then your life will be successful.

And so long you have got, 

this is also right, that is also right, 

then you will NOT DO the right.

You will ALL be misled. That's all. That is not (indistinct).

What Krsna says, that is right.
That should be the (indistinct). Otherwise you will be misled. So we are trying to preach this philosophy in that way. Maybe, very small number, but ekaç candras tamo hanti na cittara sahasra. If there is one moon, that is sufficient. What is the use of millions of stars twinkling. So that is our propaganda.

If  one man  can  understand  what   is   Kåñëa  philosophy,

then my preaching is successful, that's all.

We don't want many millions of stars with no light. What is the use of millions of stars with no light? That is Cäëakya Paëòita's advice, varam eka putra na chavur kasatan api (?). 

One son, if he is learned, that is sufficient. 

Na chavur kasatan api (?). What is the use of hundreds of sons, all fools and rascals? Ekaç candras tamo hanti na cittara sahasras. One moon is sufficient to illuminate. There is no need of millions of stars. Similarly, we are not after many millions of disciples.

I want to see that one disciple has understood Kåñëa's philosophy.

That is success.
That's all.

Kåñëa says, yatatäm api siddhänäà, kaçcid vetti mäà tattvataù. So, first of all, to become siddha is very difficult job. 

And then, yatatäm api siddhänäm. There is still

So, Kåñëa philosophy is little difficult to understand. If they are understanding so easily, that is not understanding. It is easy, it is easy, if you accept Kåñëa's words, it is very easy.

The GBC can supervise that things are going on.

The  FIRST man age ment
is that each and every member in the temple is

chanting sixteen rounds REGULARLY
and following the regulations,

that's all... Otherwise we have no...
That must be executed. 

Haridäsa Öhäkura, such exalted personality, such advanced, still he is numerical counting even up to the point of his death. Therefore he was given the nämäcärya, because so rigid (indistinct). Even at the time of his death, Lord Caitanya requested, "Now you can minimize." "No sir, I cannot minimize." And what is the number? 300,000. These are the examples. (indistinct ) Sometimes...

But the regulation is that if one day you cannot finish, you have to finish on the next day. 

But sixteen rounds is not very large number, the lowest. The lowest in India is twenty-five. Here sixteen rounds, twenty-five, not even twenty-five.
So the president, local president, must see that the members are chanting.

So this way the institution will be managed, then it will make progress. 
That is our spiritual strength—

to observe the regulative principles and at least chant sixteen rounds.

Then you do other things. (Ed: varnasrama etc)
This is the biggest institution of spiritual activities 

so everyone of us should be spiritually strong.

Otherwise, superficially if we want to manage,

it will not be possible. (indistinct)….Änukülyena kåñëänu-çélanam, favorably.

Otherwise, it will go to the category of anyäbhiläñitä,

material desire…

jïäna, karma, yoga, (indistinct). And bhakti is so pure that it has nothing to do with material activities or speculative, or mystic yoga, it has nothing to do. Just like gopés. 

Anyä... They had nothing to do with all this nonsense, karma, jïäna, yoga. They are neither yogés, nor very learned scholar, Vedäntist, 

nor very good businessmen, economist, 

simple boys and girls. 

But their devotion is exalted. Because they did not know anything beyond Kåñëa. Kåñëa is their love(?). Never mind to know that Kåñëa is God or not, it doesn't matter. Then they don't, they didn't care for God also. Gopés, when they say Näräyaëa, "Oh, He's Näräyaëa." (laughter) (indistinct) Näräyaëa, they have nothing to do with Him. They are searching after Kåñëa and when Kåñëa presented Himself as Näräyaëa, four-handed, they neglected. And before Rädhäräëé, He could not remain as Näräyaëa. Automatically He handed (indistinct). (laughter) Hands are folded. 

So our idea is Våndävana. 

So our love for Kåñëa should be so strong that we don't care for anything. 

But for preaching if somebody challenges, yes, we are prepared to talk. That is authority. 

That is uttama-adhikäré. 
His love is Kåñëa, enormous, but not sentiment. 

If anyone wants to talk with him, "Yes, come on," That is uttama-adhikäré, mahä-bhägavata. So this is the position. Now something is in your hand--Kåñëa consciousness. 

That was my plan that I shall carry this baggage and give it to the Americans 

and they will distribute. 

That was my plan, therefore I came to America. 

So now you are so many boys, young boys, you have understood. 

So do it and give me relief. I remain in the background. 

Let me finish my Bhägavata Puräëa and those who are assisting in the writing, I'll be there (indistinct). 

That this institution, ISKCON will give to the world so many valuable jewels. 

There is no comparison.

Fighting amongst ourselves is not at all good, but if our preaching work is neglected, 

or if we   FALLDOWN                 
in  following  THE regulative principles   SUCH AS:

So my best advice to you is to strictly observe these things yourself and be the example so that all others may follow. 

We should not criticize each other, as Vaisnavas, 

because there is fault in everyone and we may be ourselves subject to criticism. 

Best thing is to be above suspicion ourselves, then if we see discrepancies and make suggestion the others will automatically respect and take action to rectify the matters. 

That is cooperation.

Prabhupäda: So in every center they must rise early in the morning.
They must follow the regulative principles. They must attend class.

Otherwise let them go out.  We don’t  want.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, keep your movement VERY PURE
You don't mind if somebody goes away. Don't mind.

But we must keep our principles pure.
Morning Walk                         February 3, 1975, Hawaii

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Devotee: Nature's law?

Prabhupäda: Yes, how the nature is working.

Guru-kåpa: It's working, mayädhyakñeëa prakåtiù suyate sa-caräcaram [Bg. 9.10].

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guru-kåpa: Acting under Kåñëa's...

Prabhupäda: Under Kåñëa's plan. 

Therefore you cannot violate Kåñëa's law. 

As soon as you violate nature's law, then you have to be punished. (pause)

Guru-kåpa: Bhagavad-gétä, that prakåteù kriyamäëäni...
Prabhupäda: ...guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. Yes, and prakåti is working under the direction of Kåñëa. 

That means, nature's law means Kåñëa's law or Kåñëa's plan. 

So what is the Kåñëa's plan? What Kåñëa wants?

Guru-kåpa: Kåñëa wants every living entity to come back to home, back to Godhead.

Prabhupäda: Thank you. This is the plan. 

If this plan is not executed, then there is suffering. 

So this human life is given to the living entity for understanding this plan and do the needful. 

If they do not understand, then they are punished. [break]

Guru-kåpa: ...today is that because the people have never been given any information what Kåñëa's plan is, either they're too old or too... They're attached. They can't understand anything. That's the majority of the people. Once they get past thirty years old, it's very difficult for them to accept something.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not. Thirty, forty, fifty or one year, that doesn't matter. One can understand if he wants to understand. Ahaituky apratihatä. It is not limited by any age. Otherwise how Prahläda Mahäräja was great devotee, Dhruva Mahäräja was great devotee?

Yaçodänandana: I think he just wants to mention that it is more difficult for people who are elderly to understand, those who are more set up in their ways.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. That is the difficulty. They are trained up in such a way that it's very difficult to forget what they have learned. Therefore Prahläda Mahäräja says, kaumära acaret prajïaù, from the very beginning of life one should learn this art of understanding Kåñëa and Kåñëa's plan.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, usually on saìkértana I avoid old people because they just don't understand, and it's very difficult to approach them.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, yes. Old people should be instructed to forget what they have learned. He sädhavaù sakalam eva vihäya düräd caitanya-candra-caraëe kurutänurägam. This is the formula of preaching. Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, he is begging to the people, dänte nidhäya tåëakaà padayor nipatya käku-çataà kåtvä cäham bravémi: "Taking a straw in my mouth, with folded hands and flattering you hundred times, I am submitting one request." "What is that?" This is the process of approaching these rascals, old fools who have learned something and does not like to forget. So he says, he sädhavaù: "Oh, you are such a nice learned scholar-devotee, so my request is that whatever you have learned, please forget." Sakalam eva vihäya dürät: "Kick them out." "Then? What shall I do?" Caitanya-candra-caraëe kurutänurägam: "Please turn your attention to the teachings of Lord Caitanya." He sädhavaù sakalam eva vihäya: "You are very great personality. So my request to you: you forget or kick out whatever you have learned." That is the first business.

Guru-kåpa: It is a very humble approach.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Humble approach for giving a slap, (chuckles) that "You forget everything, what you have learned." First of all, this is the first condition. He sädhavaù sakalam eva vihäya düräd caitanya-candra-caraëe kurutänurägam. We can go this way. This is our business. We know they are all rascals, but they are thinking that "We know so many things. We are learned scholars." So humbly approach them and flatter him that "You are so nice man, such a learned scholar." Just like a child is flattered, "My dear boy, you are such a nice boy. You take these lozenges and return me the hundred dollar note. Don't spoil it. You are such a good boy, yes." This is our... Therefore to approach these rascals we have to learn tåëäd api sunécena taror api sahiñëunä. That is the preaching method. Everyone is puffed up. Even most insignificant man, he is also puffed up: "Oh, I am so rich man, I know everything. I have got so much bank balance. These poor fellows, they cannot earn livelihood; therefore they have become Vaiñëavas." This is their policy. [break] [ ]

Rämeçvara: I have heard there is a philosophy here amongst some of the devotees that if you chant Hare Kåñëa, you can go back to the spiritual world even if you do not give up your independence.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Rämeçvara: Many devotees who have moved outside of the temple are feeling that if they just continue to chant Hare Kåñëa, they can go back to the spiritual world, but they are not giving up their independence.

Prabhupäda: So? What is your philosophy?

Rämeçvara: Well, it seems somewhat hypocritical because chanting Hare Kåñëa means you are praying to Kåñëa to please be engaged eternally in His service and to become completely dependent on Him. So we try to explain like that. And to follow all the teachings and instructions, attending maìgala äratik and morning and evening class.

Prabhupäda: So they are doing that or not?

Guru-kåpa: No. They are not even following regulative principles.

Prabhupäda: Then?

Rämeçvara: They think just by chanting, they will go back to the spiritual world. That is enough.

Prabhupäda: Then what is the meaning of the ten kinds of offenses? If he is chanting without offense, then it is all right, but if he is committing offenses, it will not be effective. There are ten kinds of offenses. Whether he is strictly offenseless? Then it is all right. If he is offender, then it will not be fruitful. It will be fruitful; it will take long time because first of all you have to become offenseless. Then you will be admitted. (aside:) Don't come very near. That's it. So they are committing offenses, so how they can become perfect? He is committing not following the rules and regulation. That means he is thinking that "Whatever I do, it will be adjusted by chanting the name." Is it not?

Guru-kåpa: Yes. That's one of the offenses.

Rämeçvara: That is their philosophy.

Prabhupäda: That is their philosophy. That is the greatest offense, nämnad baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù, that "I can go on committing sinful activity, but by chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, it will be adjusted." That is the greatest offense. So explain to them.

Guru-kåpa: So they say, "Then my chanting is useless? So I should stop?" That's what they say.

Prabhupäda: No, not useless. But just like if you kindle fire and at the same time pour water, it will take long time. To kindle fire, make it dry, keep it dry. Then it will be very quickly successful. So you are committing offenses, at the same time chanting, so by chanting effect, you will come to that stage, but it will take time. If you want to be transferred to the spiritual world quickly, just like if you want to ignite the fire very quickly, you must keep it dry. If you simply put on the wet wood, then the fire will not be very powerful. It will be... It will take time. The fire will be blazing fire. Then it will dry. It will take... Better put dry wood to make it successful. This is the process. The effect of chanting Hare Kåñëa will not go in vain, but it will take time. Nämnad baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. Because he is thinking "By the strength of chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, I can do anything, all sinful activities, and it will be adjusted," that is the greatest offense, not only offense, the greatest offense. Nämnad baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù.
Siddha-svarüpa: It is very difficult to put everyone who is living outside of the temple in one category. Some people, they are, many people that I know living outside are following strictly the regulative principles, and they are...

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Siddha-svarüpa: They are strictly following regulative principles and chanting their rounds and having morning äratik in their homes. And evening also, they are chanting. So instead of fighting, I think we should only try to encourage everybody to chant and follow the regulative principles.

Prabhupäda: No, that is... Whether you live in temple or outside temple, the rules and regulation and the process must be followed. Then you are successful. It doesn't matter that you have to live in the temple. Gåhe thäko vane thäko, 'hä gauräìga' bo'le òäko. Not that everyone has to live in the temple. If he does not agree with other Godbrothers, friends, he can live separately. But he must follow the rules and regulation. That is wanted. But if you live with devotees, it will be automatically done.

Siddha-svarüpa: Easy.

Prabhupäda: Therefore it is recommended that you live with devotees. But if you cannot agree with the devotees, you have got your own opinion, then you cannot make a new opinion so far the process is concerned. That must be followed. This is not good idea, that "Whatever I do, it is my independence, and I will chant." So that is good in sense that some day he will come to senses. Otherwise, for the time being, the chant is not very powerful. The fire in wet wood is not powerful. It will create some smoke. Although the fire is there. But if you put dry wood, immediately it will be blazing, and your business will be quickly done. This is intelligence. There are many examples. A patient suffering from disease, a doctor said, "You should do; you should not do." So if we follow "You should not do," then it becomes quickly recovered. But if he becomes under the treatment of the doctor at the same time he does all nonsense, then how it can be successful? It will take time. That is stated in the Caitanya-caritämåta. Päpi jane aparädha ächäya pracüra. Päpi jane aparädha ächäya... 

Offenseless chanting is  the ultimate goal. 

In the beginning we are not offenseless, but by chanting, chanting, by practice, we gradually become offenseless. 
But this is necessary, that you should be offenseless.

Devotee (3): Çréla Prabhupäda, it's very difficult to control my mind when I chant. It wanders.

Prabhupäda: So what is the controlling of mind? You have to chant and hear, that's all. You have to chant with your tongue, and the sound you hear, that's all. What is the question of mind?

Rämeçvara: Çréla Prabhupäda, it seems unfortunate that if the devotees cannot live in the temples, then they have to work for some karmi just to support themselves, and then they do not have time to go on the saìkértana party. So it is such mercy to be on the saìkértana party. So it seems very unfortunate that they do not have the time.

Prabhupäda: No, then they should live in the temple if they want to give service in the saìkértana party.

Rämeçvara: We always try to encourage them to come back to the temple.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If he does not join the saìkértana party, that does not mean his spiritual life is hampered. He has to follow the rules and regulation. He may not be able to join the saìkértana party, but he must follow the process, rules and regulation. That is wanted. And because he is living outside the temple, therefore he will forget all rules and regulation and do whatever he likes--then it will ruin the whole thing.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, is it faster if one lives in the temple and goes on the saìkértana party. Is it faster?

Prabhupäda: That depends on him. Even in the temple, if his mind is in a different subject matter, then how it will help him?

Bali Mardana: The temple authorities like to preach that anyone who's living outside the temple is going to hell.

Prabhupäda: Generally.
Bali Mardana: But even devotees who are following. They like to preach that.

Prabhupäda: No, that is not. That is not. Just like even in ordinary business, if you transact business in the stock association, you get good business. And outside the stock association you don't get. Because association is there, there are many purchaser and many seller. So if you have to sell, you get immediate purchaser. And if you have to purchase, there is immediate seller. That is... Therefore the stock exchange is there. That is the way, that if we live together in the stock exchange of devotional service, then you can help me; I can help you. So our business will go on nicely. And outside the market, you can live three hundred miles away from the stock exchange. You will not get so many business. Like that.

Devotee (2): You'll miss the opportunities.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore it is helpful. If you want to do business, you must take the first opportunity, the greatest opportunity, do your business. That is intelligence. And if we think, "All right, I shall do slowly. In seven hundred lives I shall become perfect," that is another thing.

Bali Mardana: It is riskier to stay outside.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Otherwise why you are opening so many centers and making arrangement that "We shall provide you with shelter, with food. These are the facilities. You live here, do whatever is your capacity. Don't sleep, but work." This is our teaching. Satäà prasaìgät, this is also, and Rüpa Gosvämé says, sato våtteù sädhu-saìge sadbhir bhaktiù prasidhyati: "If you live with the association of sädhu, devotee, then it will be quickly fruitful." And if you live with these ordinary men, then whatever you have got will be finished very soon. There is another verse. It is said there that it is preferred to live within the cage surrounded by fire than to live with the nondevotees. It is preferred.

Bali Mardana: Or with those who are too much attached to women also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Nondevotee means too much attached to woman. That is the plain fact.

Yaçodänandana: Also one time in Bombay you told this verse from Caitanya-caritämåta, sädhu-saìga, sädhu-saìga...
Prabhupäda: Sarva-çästre kaya, lava-mätra sädhu-saìge sarva-siddhi haya. 

For me, personally, 

I had the opportunity to talk with my spiritual master not more than ten times in my whole life, not more. 

It may be less than that. But I tried to follow his instruction, that's all, although I was a gåhastha.
Bali Mardana: You are a much better student than us.

Prabhupäda: So this is the process. That is the... 

You sing every day. Guru-mukha-padma-väkya, cittete koriyä aikya. 

That is the process.

Wherever you live, if you follow strictly the instruction of guru, then you remain perfect.

But if we create, concoct ideas against the instruction of guru,

then we are doomed hell.
Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi.
There is no more shelter, finished. Yasya prasädät.
If guru thinks that "This person, I wanted to take him back to home, back to Godhead.

Now he is going against me. (Ed: i.e my desire to institute varnasrama dharma)

He is not following," aprasädät, he is displeased,

then everything is  finished.

Bali Mardana: Vaiñëaväparädha.
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (1): Çréla Prabhupäda, where does someone derive his authority...

Prabhupäda: The guru is authority. 

(Ed: what he has heard from his guru, followed himself and honestly repeated)
Devotee (1): No, I know, but for his actions other than just following the four regulative principles and chanting sixteen rounds. He does so many other things during the day. Where does he derive his authority if he's not, let's say, living in the temple?

Prabhupäda: I do not follow. The authority is guru. You have accepted.
Bali Mardana: For everything.

Jayatértha: Say I have some outside job, I'm living outside, but I'm not giving 50% of my income. So then that work that I'm doing, is it actually under the authority of the guru?

Prabhupäda: Then you are not following the instruction of guru. That is plain fact.
Jayatértha: So that means that whole activity during the day, working, that means I am not following the instruction of the guru. It's unauthorized activity.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

If you don't follow the instruction of guru,

then you are  fallen down  immediately.

That is the way. Otherwise why you sing, yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo.
It is my duty to satisfy guru. 

Otherwise I am nowhere.

So if you prefer to be nowhere, 

then you disobey as you like.

But if you want to be steady in your position, 
then you have to follow STRICTLY the instruction of guru.

Devotee (1): We can understand all of your instructions simply by reading your books.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Anyway, 
follow the instruction. 
That is required.

Follow the instruction. 
Wherever you remain, it doesn't matter.

You are secure. 
Follow the instruction.

Then you are secure anywhere. 
It doesn't matter.

Just like I told you that I saw my Guru Mahäräja not more than ten days in my life, 
but I followed his instruction. 
I was a gåhastha, I never lived with the Maöha, in the temple. It is practical. So many Godbrothers recommended that "He should be in charge in this Bombay temple, this, that, that..." Guru Mahäräja said, "Yes, better he lives outside. That is good, and he will do what is needed in due course of time."

Devotees: Jaya! Haribol!
Prabhupäda: He said like that. I could not understand at that time what does he expect. Of course, I knew that he wanted me to preach.

Yaçodänandana: I think you have done this in grand style.

Devotees: Jaya, Prabhupäda! Haribol!
Prabhupäda: Yes, done grand style because I 
strictly follow the instruction 
of my Guru Mahäräja, that's all. Otherwise I have no strength. I have not played any magic. Did I? Any gold manufacturing? (laughter) Still, I have got better disciples than the gold-manufacturing guru.

Yaçodänandana: Before you came, many gurus came, but they did not make any pure devotee of Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: How they can? He is not pure devotee of Kåñëa. How he can do? Kåñëa-çakti vinä nähe näma pracära: "Without being empowered by Kåñëa nobody can turn a person to become devotee of Kåñëa." It is not... Artificially, you cannot make. He may make show of gold manufacturing, but he cannot make a devotee of Kåñëa. That is not possible.

Jayatértha: So the purpose of having the Society is to show the devotees how they can always be twenty-four hours engaged according to your instruction.

Prabhupäda: Yes, THAT is helping one another. 
If I am deficient, by seeing your example I shall correct myself. 

This is the idea, 

not that a fool's paradise:    all fools  

 HYPERLINK  \l "itisaFOOLSPARADISE" 
and join together. 

Not like that.

There should be ideal life, 

at least the leaders, the president, the GBC.
THEY  will show the example, 

and they will follow.
Then it is beneficial.

And all of them are fools? Then it is fool's paradise.

At least, in the blind association, at least if one man has got eyes, then he can lead all the blind men. But if all of them are blind, then it is fool's paradise.

So somehow or other, we have got now a position. People likes us.

So  we  should not  spoil by  personal  sense gratification.

That is my request.
If we can maintain this institution rigidly according to the order, 

then many people will be benefited.

By seeing our behavior, by character, they will become.
Apani äcäri prabhu jéveri çikñäya.
The leader should be ideal.
Devotee (1): We should dedicate our lives to preaching this message of Lord Caitanya.

Prabhupäda: Yes, preaching, preaching, you will become perfect preacher. 

Preach only  what you have heard from Kåñëa and guru, that's all. 

Don't add and subtract. Then you are secure. And if you add some concoction just like somebody says that

"I may do whatever I like independently. If I chant, then everything is all right," this is nonsense addition. It is not the fact. 

That is the danger. 

Some

inexperienced   man, he introduces some concoction. 

Sometimes they say, "Prabhupäda said it." More misleading. Yes. (end)

Room Conversation(2)                 February 25, 1977, Mayapur

Rämeçvara: What about the idea that "You do not have to move into a temple, give up your family and everything, but you can actually chant Hare Kåñëa in your own home," that idea that "It is available to you..."

Prabhupäda: No, that chanting of Hare Kåñëa does not mean whimsical.
Rämeçvara: No.

Prabhupäda: Offenseless, he must be properly initiated. It does not mean that he should not be initiated and chant. That is not the idea. You can... Must be initiated, either you are a gåhastha or sannyäsé or brahmacäré. Not that without being initiated you'll whimsically chant and the effect will be the same. No. You must be initiated. Ädau gurväçrayam. You must accept a guru.
Rämeçvara: If you want to sell some product, you may make so many claims, and then the public will buy. So sometimes we quote these psychologists who have done studies that "If you chant Hare Kåñëa, there are some good effects."

Prabhupäda: Good there is undoubtedly. If you eat something, there will be some effect of eating. But if it is properly eaten, properly made, it will be, have better effect. That is the idea.

Rämeçvara: We were thinking that something is better than nothing.

Prabhupäda: No.

Hari-çauri: If you advertise the mahä-mantra gives some material benefit, isn't that an offense?

Prabhupäda: Then that is aparädha.
Hari-çauri: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That is aparädha.
Hari-çauri: One of the ten offenses.

Rämeçvara: 'Cause sometimes when we interview these people who are chanting, they speak from their own realization, and it is not exactly the version of Çukadeva Gosvämé, it is not..., but it is their own realization, whatever little bit they have realized.

Prabhupäda: No, no. They may chant, but they must understand that the chanting process, that will be more effective. That they must know. Chanting is open. Anyone can chant, but they must know it, that "If I chant in the proper process, then it will be effective."

Rämeçvara: It must be clear to them that the goal is love of God, not something material.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Premä pum-artho mahän. That is wanted. There is one word by Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, nämäkñara bahir haya näma nähi haya: "The... Simply the alphabets are coming, but that is not näma." Nämäkñara, Hare Kåñëa, the alphabets, are coming out, but it is not the holy name.
Rämeçvara: Suppose someone says that Caitanya Mahäprabhu has given freely this holy name with no rules and regulations... (break)

Brahmänanda: We wanted to make a distinction that a nondevotee chanting is different from when a pure devotee chants.

Rämeçvara: So that distinction should be there.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: We were thinking that somehow this magazine...

Prabhupäda: No, another thing, it is aparädha... Nämno baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. Unless he is in the process he'll think, "I am chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, so whatever sinful activities I am..., it will be controlled."

Brahmänanda: That's the worst offense.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is very bad offense.

Hari-çauri: So we're actually advertising the process of devotional service, not just simply haphazard chanting.

Prabhupäda: First of all we are chanting just to make him little attracted. Ädau çraddhä.
Rämeçvara: Just to popularize it.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's it. Then, if the heart is little cleansed, then they will understand. It will be effective, but when it is done properly it will give real effect. Outsider, those who are chanting, we don't discourage him.

Rämeçvara: We want then to chant more.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But we must... They must know the science also.

Rämeçvara: Just like this Alice Coltrane. She has done her small part. She made this record album with Govinda Jaya Jaya and Hare Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: That is... That will be a good thing. But when he (she) does it properly it will be more effective, because there is...

If one does not chant in the process, then gradually it degrades.

The offense will increase. There is chance.

Rämeçvara: So in the past, in the magazine, we have only shown people chanting if they were initiated devotees, shaven-headed, living in temple. And recently they have adopted to show people who have jobs outside the movement, and they are not brahmacäré or sannyäsé. They're also chanting, to give the public the idea that...

Prabhupäda: So that we are giving, the facility to chant and take prasädam,
but at the same time, gradually, if chanting is effective,

then next we have to make it IN THE PROCESS.

Brahmänanda: We want to bring them to the process.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that is the ultimate. That is stated by Rüpa Gosvämé,

yena tena prakäreëa manaù kåñëe niveçayet
sarve vidhi-niñedhä syur etayor eva kiìkaräù
that "Somehow or other, bring him to chant Kåñëa or to become little Kåñëa conscious. Then, when he's little purified, then the vidhi-niñedhäù..." He's not rejecting the vidhi-niñedhäù. Vidhi-niñedhäù means regulative principles. (ED: varnasrama) It is not rejected, that... But when he's a little purified, this vidhi-niñedhä syur etayor eva kiìkaräù. Just like one... First of all let him become rich, get some money. And then, when he has got money, he can keep some servant, some assistant, some secretaries, like that. First of all earn money.

Rämeçvara: So one step at a time.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But organized business means there must be so many men, secretary, manager. That is regulated. So in the beginning, "All right, bring some money somehow. Then I shall..."

 So  you can not reject

because  he's chanting.
Then what is the use of writing so many books, the näma-aparädha and other discussions, if anyone can chant?

Rämeçvara: So it definitely has to lead them to that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So we must come to that point.
In the beginning 
you may be very liberal: affirmed,
"All right, chant." 

We do like that, and I have done it. 

There is no regulation. 

But that does not..., that it should be neglected. 

He should be given 

"By simply, whimsically chanting this..." No, that is not.

Hari-çauri: Niyamägraha.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Don't make it cheap. 

It has got a science. It has got a form.
Rämeçvara: I've seen in some articles they have written to defend our society from the attack of deprogrammers, sometimes one argument they give is that meditation and chanting are being studied by scientists, and they are finding the effects to be good. Now...

Prabhupäda: Effect will be good. And if we do it properly it will be first class.
Rämeçvara: Now, these scientists, they are studying Hare Kåñëa meditation, but they're also studying some other processes which are not authorized. And they are...

Prabhupäda: That is the defect.

Rämeçvara: And they're stating that in general, to meditate, to chant mantra, this is good, this is healthy for the mind.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. The thing is that some way or other, if you are near the fire, you'll get some heat, but there is a process how to take heat.

Rämeçvara: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: That you cannot reject. "Because I am getting little heat, it is sufficient," that is sahajiyä.
Rämeçvara: So we are trying to use their endorsements and then make it very specific that "Therefore to meditate using the Hare Kåñëa, this is healthy." So why are you attacking us?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Rämeçvara: We're trying like that. They are endorsing something else.

Prabhupäda: This is a better meditation. Meditation... One is performing meditation silently. But if we chant "Hare Kåñëa," it is forced meditation. He has to meditate. So it is better meditation. Just like they're chanting. I am engaged in different business. Still, I am hearing. (kértana in background) This is the... And one is silently meditating, he's getting, maybe he's getting the benefit, but here anyone who is hearing, getting benefit. Therefore chanting is better than... Yes. And it is recommended by Haridäsa Öhäkura that... This is discussed in Caitanya-caritämåta, that "Chanting, even the trees, even the insects and the animals, they will hear and they get the benefit." 
So it is better meditation. 
Even the trees, plants, animals, birds, beasts, they can take benefit. 
And if it is done by pure Vaiñëava, then they get THE FULL BENEFIT.

Morning Walk                         December 5, 1973, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: Example is better than precept. Why you are living outside?

Sudämä: Well, I...

Prabhupäda: [break] ...last time I was so much deteriorated in health, I had to leave this place. That does not mean I'll leave the Society. I went to India and recuperated. Or came to London. That's all right. So health may be sometimes... But that does not mean we shall give up the Society. If my health is unsuitable here, I go... I have a hundred centers. And you'll not go out of this universe for your health recouping. You have to remain within the universe. Then why do you go out of the Society? [break] ...Çré Narottama däsa Öhäkura. We have to live with devotees. Why I left my family? Because they were not devotees. Therefore I come... Otherwise, in old age, I would have been comfortable. No. We should not live with the nondevotees, may be family men or anyone. Just like Mahäräja Vibhéñaëa. Because his brother was not devotee, he left him, left him. He came to Rämacandra. Vibhéñaëa. You know that?

Sudämä: Yes.

Hådayänanda: So Prabhupäda, it says that a sannyäsé should live alone. That means only with devotees.

Prabhupäda: Who...! Where it is said sannyäsé should live alone?

Hådayänanda: I mean, sometimes in your books.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Hådayänanda: Sometimes in your books. So that means with devotees.

Prabhupäda: In general, sannyäsé may live alone. But sannyäsé's duty is to preach.

Sudämä: That I don't ever want to stop.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Sudämä: I don't ever want to stop preaching.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Well, preaching, you cannot manufacture preaching.
You must do preaching according to the principles ordered by your spiritual master. 

You cannot manufacture your own way of preaching. That is required. 

There must be some leader. Under the leadership. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat... 

Why it is said? Everywhere, in the office, there is some immediate boss. So you have to please him. That is service. Suppose in office, in a department there is office superintendent. And if you do in your own way, "Yes, I'm doing my business," and the office superintendent is not pleased, do you think that kind of service is nice? No. Similarly, we have got, everywhere we have got immediate boss. So we must work. That is systematic. 

If everyone manufactures, invents  his own way of life, 

then there must be chaos. (Ed: note this is December 5, 1973, Los Angeles)

Sudämä: Yeah, that's true.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Now we are world organization. 

There is spiritual side, and there is material side also. 
That is not material side. 

That is also spiritual side, 
means systematic  man agement. 

Otherwise how it will be done? Just like Gaurasundara sold the house, and there is no trace of the money. What is this? He did not ask him, anyone. He sold the house, and where is the money, there is no trace. [break] 

Room Conversation                         May 2, 1976, Fiji

Prabhupäda: That is the difficulty. 

Everyone sees that "Some way or other, I become guru. 

Then so many persons will offer me respect. 

Somehow or other, create some situation. Then I become guru." 

This is going on. Not bona fide guru. 

Bona fide guru is indicated by Caitanya, ämära äjïäya guru haïä: "Become guru."
Why  ambition? Act ually become guru. 
But how to become guru? Yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa-upadeça' [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. That's it, otherwise goru. So they will not take this simple method. They will drink, they will hunt after woman and have some attractive singing or dancing and become guru. What is meaning of guru, they do not know. Somehow or other become popular and become guru. This is going on. So with mäyä you can attract these foolish rascals very easily. If you can manufacture.... You cannot, but if you can show some jugglery, then you become guru. People are after all these things, material things. They are not after Kåñëa. They are after money and women. So if you give some mantra, then gold will be manufactured, and all women will be attracted, very first class.

Guru-kåpä: You know, Çréla Prabhupäda, they say that if anyone has power to induce anybody to chant Hare Kåñëa, therefore they must have some special power. Therefore that's their qualification.

Prabhupäda: That special power, that is said in the çästras. But people do not want that.

Guru-kåpä: Just like, for example, in Bengal before, there was that Charan das Babaji. He induced them to chant the wrong mantra, but where is.... He's not specifically paramparä.

Prabhupäda: No. He chanted for some time and, of course, there was chanting of "Nitäi-Gaura." He introduced new system of chanting: nitäi-gaura rädhe-çyäma. So the Nitäi-Gaura chanting will have some effect, Kali-yuga. Although he was presenting pervertedly, the beginning was Nitäi-Gaura, so it would have some effect. He did not know actually Nitäi-Gaura. From his words it appears. He used to preach that Nitäi is Rädhäräëé, and Gaura is Kåñëa. That is siddhänta-viruddha. But some way or other, he was chanting Nitäi-Gaura. So some effect were there. Just like sandalwood. You do not know which way better pulp comes out, but if you rub any way, some pulp will come because it is sandalwood. So he had some effect of chanting Nitäi-Gaura, but later on they deteriorated because they did not know actually, neither they were taught. Siddhänta-viruddha. The siddhänta-viruddha means it will deteriorate. It will not endure.

Guru-kåpä: Çréla Prabhupäda, what about, say, many of your Godbrothers? They also have disciples, and they also are properly initiated by a proper spiritual master, and they give the Hare Kåñëa mantra.

Prabhupäda: The thing is the spirit, real service of preaching, stopped. Formality is going on, but the real business.... Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement means ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära ei deça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. That is stopped. Do you follow?

The formalities is there, but the real life of Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement is preaching. Otherwise why Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära ei deça. Tära means preaching. Yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa-upadeça' [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. And that is stopped. They are satisfied if they could construct one temple and beg some rice from the neighborhood: "Sir, we have got some temple," that's all. They are satisfied. The spirit of preaching forward-päpé täpé jata chilo, hari-näme uddhärilo—that is stopped. So by hari-näma, by chanting, by this way, to live little peacefully in the temple and eat and sleep, that much they have got. If that is the success, that success they have got. 

And this was condemned by my Guru Mahäräja, that "To earn some money by showing Deity in the temple and eat and sleep—better you become a sweeper in the street and earn your honest livelihood and live." 

This is cheating. This was condemned. 

To construct a temple.... 

Just like the Våndävana Gosvämés are doing. They thought that "This is our business. Some innocent people will come here and offer some.... Bas, that's our good income." According to the temple's popularity, they think, "This is our success." Therefore they are deteriorating. 

So that is not success.

Success is his who is pushing forward 

the  preaching  method. That is his success. And if we think that "By showing a temple Deity we get some money and rice and cloth and just peacefully live here. Don't bother about going to Fiji and all over..." (laughs) That much success they have got. But that is not Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Påthivéte äche yata nagarädi gräma, sarvatra pracära. What they are doing for that? That is point.

Guru-kåpä: What if sometimes disciple, he may go to preach, but he's not preaching in the exact same spirit of his spiritual master?

Prabhupäda: Therefore he is not to be preached. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, janma särthaka kari' kara para-upakära: [Cc. Ädi 9.41] "Go to do good to others.

First of all you do good to yourself." 

First of all you become really preacher. 

Then go to preach. 

Caitanya Mahäprabhu never sent neophyte to go to preach. For neophyte the preaching is not their business. For neophyte, one should stick to the worship of Deity in the temple.

And those who have understood the philosophy, 

applied the philosophy in his life, 

he should go for preaching.

Otherwise he'll preach wrongly, 

like.... What is that? Charan das Babaji. And it will stop. He wanted to preach, but he did not know how to preach, and therefore, after his life, it is finished. So Caitanya Mahäprabhu does not say like that, that "You remain a rascal and go to preach." No. Janma särthaka kari.

"Your first business is that you make your life perfect.

Then go to preach.

Perfect means you learn how to obey My orders." That is perfection. Ämära äjïäya. 

So if you are actually, perfectly carrying out the orders of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, 

then you are preaching.

Otherwise you will

 HYPERLINK  \l "becauseyouhavePREACHEDYOURcultureTHEREFO" 
 do wrongly, mislead. 

Don't do that. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù [SB 7.5.31].

If you remain blind, don't try to lead other blind men.

That is misleading. First of all  open your eyes. Everything is there.

Nobody can do  anything whimsically.
If you do whimsically, concoctedly,  that  will be failure.

It  will not  be effective.
Guru-kåpä: Even though one may get many followers, that is not...

Prabhupäda: Many? What you...? Many followers.... The philosophy you present, it must be followed by everyone. That is wanted. You have got, say, ten thousand followers. That does not mean success. Everyone has got some followers. This.... What is that? Guruji Maharaja. He has got also so-called followers. The T.M., he has got also some followers. Everyone has got some followers. But what kind of followers they have? That is quality. 

Everything has quality. 
Simply quantity is not. 

There are many Christians. Even up to date, some Christian fair or.... Many millions will come. What is the quality? Quality is all meat-eater. (Ed: slaughterhouse milk drinker) But Christian means he should not kill. Where is the Christian? So we have to test by the quality, followers. Not many followers, the quality of the followers. 

My Guru Mahäräja used to say like that, that 

"If I get at least one quality disciple, then all  my labor will be success." 

He was saying like that: quality, not the quantity. 

By quantity if one is amazed, then he is also goru. 

By quality—what kind of followers? That is the.... 
From the very beginning my strictures are there, that 
"You have to follow this"—quality. 
If I were..., "No, you can do like Vivekananda. Yes, what you can, whatever you like," then I think quantity would have been very, very big. But I don't say. 

I make him promise before the fire, before the Deity, before guru. [break] 

That one moon is taken into account. Who takes account of the millions of stars? Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca tärä sahasraçaù. Quality. 

So we should be quality devotee, 
not quantity devotee. 

I have taken two glasses. Just see how nice water is, tap water. Here so many dobs are available, and this rascal is manufacturing RC and he is going as to be..., business. 

And for hearing Bhagavad-gétä they have no time, 

and they are trying to go to Våndävana. 

Quantity, not quality. 

So civilization should be quality civilization, not quantity civilization. 

Do that. 

Bheòyadäsana. Bheòyadäsana (indistinct). Bheòé, lamb, they are going, hundreds and thousands. They flock. So, and if one bheòé, lamb, is somehow or other pushed into slaughterhouse stockroom, so all the.... All of them. You haven't got to take many. Some way or other, you induce one of them to go into the, what is called, shed, where stocks are kept for taking out daily and killing. So they do not mind that "We are being pushed into this room for future killing. Never mind. One has gone. Go." They'll go. So this is called in Hindi, bheòyadäsana, that without any consideration, "One has entered. Let us all enter." That is bheòé, means animal, their disciple like this. They liked the ceremony? [ ]

Guru-kåpä: So what is the exact meaning of that verse, çraddhä-çabde. That verse...

Prabhupäda: Yes, çraddhä. That faith increase, and when it is increased so much that he fully understands, "By worshiping Kåñëa, everything is done," that is first-class faith. Çraddhä-çabde viçväsa kahe sudåòha niçcaya [Cc. Madhya  22.62]. If he becomes fixed up, "Yes, Kåñëa is the Supreme Personality," that is first-class, means fulfillment of faith. In the beginning it might be doubtful, neophyte. But when that is, that faith is fixed up, "Yes, Kåñëa is the Supreme Personality," that is the fulfillment of faith. Faith also there are different stages, improvement. Devotional service means different grades of faith. Today I am in one stage of faith, next day another stage, next day another stage, next day another stage. And when you come to the stage that väsudevaù sarvam iti [Bg. 7.19], oh, that is final. Sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù. That takes time. And quickly also, if one is fortunate. If one is intelligent—"The çästra says, 'Väsudeva is everything,' so why not take Väsudeva everything?"—then he gains the result immediately. And if he thinks, "All right, let me see for some time," so he may waste his time, but the point is the same. Point is the same, but he has not developed his faith to such extent. You have to wait. And intelligent person, he says, "Why shall I wait? Let me take finally väsudevaù sarvam iti [Bg. 7.19]. That business is finished." Sa mahätmä. Therefore it is said, sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù. 
That kind of staunch faith is not very easy. 
It is for the great personality. 
Immediately accepts. Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityajya [Bg. 18.66]. 
Immediately accepts: "Yes." Then sa mahätmä sudurlabhaù.

That is not very easily done.

That means yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà janänäà puëya-karmaëäm [Bg. 7.28].

He is completely free from all reaction of sinful life.
Puëya-karmaëäm—he is only engaged in pious activities. 
Yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà janänäm, te dvandva-moha... He has no more doubt. 
Dvandva-moha-nirmuktäù. He has no doubt. "Yes, Kåñëa is the Supreme Person." That's it. That's all. If you take by argument, reason, you may waste your time. But if you are intelligent, you can take it on the evidence of mahäjano yena gataù, all the mahäjanas.

PURPORT

According to the revealed scriptures, if a spiritual master can convert even one soul into a perfectly pure devotee, his mission in life is fulfilled. Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura always used to say, “Even at the expense of all the properties, temples and maöhas that I have, if I could convert even one person into a pure devotee, my mission would be fulfilled.” It is very difficult, however, to understand the science of Kåñëa, what to speak of developing love of Godhead. Therefore if by the grace of Lord Caitanya and the spiritual master a disciple attains the standard of pure devotional service, the spiritual master is very happy. The spiritual master is not actually happy if the disciple brings him money, but when he sees that a disciple is following the regulative principles and advancing in spiritual life, he is very glad and feels obliged to such an advanced disciple.

PURPORT

It is another ambition of the spiritual master to see his disciples not only chant, dance and follow the regulative principles but also preach the saìkértana movement to others in order to deliver them, for the Kåñëa consciousness movement is based on the principle that one should become as perfect as possible in devotional service oneself and also preach the cult for others’ benefit. There are two classes of unalloyed devotees—namely, goñöhy-änandés and bhajanänandés. Bhajanänandé refers to one who is satisfied to cultivate devotional service for himself, and goñöhy-änandé is one who is not satisfied simply to become perfect himself but wants to see others also take advantage of the holy name of the Lord and advance in spiritual life. The outstanding example is Prahläda Mahäräja. When he was offered a benediction by Lord Nåsiàha-deva, Prahläda Mahäräja said:

naivodvije para duratyaya-vaitaraëyäs

tvad-vérya-gäyana-mahämåta-magna-cittaù

çoce tato vimukha-cetasa indriyärtha-

mäyä-sukhäya bharam udvahato vimüòhän

“My dear Lord, I have no problems and want no benediction from You because I am quite satisfied to chant Your holy name. This is sufficient for me because whenever I chant I immediately merge in an ocean of transcendental bliss. I only lament to see others bereft of Your love. They are rotting in material activities for transient material pleasure and spoiling their lives toiling all day and night simply for sense gratification, with no attachment for love of Godhead. I am simply lamenting for them and devising various plans to deliver them from the clutches of mäyä.” (SB 7.9.43)

Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura explains in his Anubhäñya, “A person who has attracted the attention of the spiritual master by his sincere service likes to dance and chant with similarly developed Kåñëa conscious devotees. The spiritual master authorizes such a devotee to deliver fallen souls in all parts of the world.

Consequently I do not have many followers, but I do have a select few. Because they are select, they will bring about a revolution in the world. One moon is sufficient to dissipate darkness. If there is one moon, there is no need for millions of stars. It is useless to expect a large number of followers. We want only one good follower.

So this risky civilization is going on. They don't want to know what is God, neither they want to satisfy Him. And our Kåñëa consciousness movement is just the opposite, that "Here is God. You satisfy Him." That's all. "Never mind what you are, but by your occupational duty you satisfy Him. That is perfection." This is our Kåñëa consciousness movement. And this is taught in the Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñëa ultimately said this: sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja.
In the beginning He said, yat karoñi yat juhoñi yad açnäsi yat tapasyasi kuruñva tad mad arpaëam: "Do it for Me." Yat karoñi. It doesn't matter what you are doing. And very good work or bad work or anything, when He says, yat karoñi, means "Whatever you are doing, do it, but the result give Me." Kuruñva tad mad-arpaëam. This is His desire. And at last again He said that sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. This is the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä, and if somebody would say that "Simply I have to satisfy You? Then I have to satisfy others also. If I do not do, then I will be sinful," that, Kåñëa says, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù: "Don't worry. If there is any reaction, not doing other duty, simply to surrender to Me, and if there is sinful reaction, then I'll give you protection. Don't worry." This is the conclusion. And we are presenting Bhagavad-gétä as it is, that's all, without any malinterpretation. Everyone is interpreting in his own way. But we are not interpreting. We are presenting Bhagavad-gétä as it is. And it is becoming effective. Bhagavad-gétä was studied in the Western countries since a long time, since seventeenth century--but not like this. Before me, many swamis, yogis, they came to the Western countries, and most of them spoke on Bhagavad-gétä, but not a single person was a devotee of Kåñëa. But now they are becoming by hundreds because the Bhagavad-gétä is presented as it is. This is the comparison. We have got Christians, Mohammedans, then Buddhist, Africans.

Everyone we have got in our society, all very devout executor of our mission. Now here is Mr. Attar. Now he is Atreya Åñi. Whatever he is earning, he is spending for Kåñëa. Saàsiddhiù hari-toñaëam. He is trying to satisfy Kåñëa. That is wanted. So in the dictionary it is stated, "Kåñëa is a Hindu god." He is not a Hindu god; He is God. But He appeared in India.

He remained in the Vedic culture.

Lord Buddha was also Hindu. And he was in Vedic culture. Later on he spread his own mission.

That is also Hindu culture, ahiàsä, nonviolence. Lord Buddha... keçava dhåta-buddha. The same Kåñëa, His powerful avatära, Lord Buddha. Keçava dhåta-buddha-çaréra jaya jagadéça hare. We offer our prayers to Lord Buddha.
Christ was also for twelve years in India. He... Christ, the word Christ and kristo, there is similarity.

He also propagated love of God. That is Kåñëa.

So we are spreading this Kåñëa consciousness, and you are all Indians. It is your duty to see that the movement is pushed forward. Präëair arthair dhiyä väcä: "By your life, by your money, by your good intelligence and by your words."
Our mission is to spread the words of Kåñëa.

We don't manufacture anything. Why should we manufacture?

Everything is there perfectly. What Kåñëa says, it is perfect.
If I manufacture something, that is imperfect because I am imperfect. 
So how can I speak perfectly, or how can I give perfect knowledge? 
It is not possible because I am defective, I commit mistake, I am sometimes illusioned. Why sometimes? Practically always. Everyone is thinking that he is this body--he is Indian, he is American, he is Hindu, he is Muslim. That is illusion. He is not this body. Similarly, our senses are imperfect, and so long we are in the imperfect condition, if we teach, that means we cheat. 

I have no perfect knowledge, and still, I am trying to teach. That is cheating.

Nobody should try to preach with imperfect knowledge.

That is cheating. 
That is stated in the çästra: bhrama, pramäda, vipralipsä and käraëa-patävä. We are qualified with these imperfections, and therefore we cannot manufacture. Somebody says "in my opinion." So what is the value of your opinion? You are imperfect. If the child says "in my opinion," what is the value? Therefore we don't say, "in my opinion," "our opinion." We say "Kåñëa says this," that's all.

Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission is... He says,

ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära ei deça yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça
He says that "All of you, you become guru."

Just like I am requesting all Indians outside that I am alone

trying to spread this Indian culture,

why not you also join? (Ed: and spread Vedic culture, not the demonic)

You also become guru.

So how to become guru? Not that
Simply by  advertising that one has become guru
all of a sudden, no.

Guru means, as Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça. Whomever you meet, you just instruct him in what Kåñëa says, that's all. You become guru. It is not very difficult to become guru, provided we simply preach the instruction of Kåñëa. That we are doing. We do not say that we are perfect, we have become God, or we have so many, so many magic jugglery. No, we have nothing to do, that. No magic, no jugglery, no God. Simply to become servant of God, and whomever we meet, we speak the words of God, that's all. Then you become guru. This is our mission. 

That we may be imperfect, that doesn't matter. We are imperfect. 

Just like this child, he is imperfect. Everyone knows. But if he says, "My father has informed me that this is microphone," so this knowledge of "is microphone" is perfect because he has received from the father, experienced father. And before hearing from the father, he may not know that this is microphone, but since he has heard from the father that this is microphone, and if he says to others that "My father has said, 'This is microphone,' " then people will accept this is perfect knowledge. So we should follow this instruction of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, yäre dekha, täre kaha 'kåñëa'-upadeça. So you, every one of you, can become guru. You may say that "I am not interested to become a guru," but Caitanya Mahäprabhu says that if you are not interested, that is not very good.

You should be interested. You must be guru. That is success of your life.

You can speak the instruction of Kåñëa, even to your family. That also guru. You are actually guru. The father or the head of the family is guru to the children, to the wife. In India still, the wife addresses the husband as pati-guru. And father is guru. That is natural. So why don't you become real guru to your wife, to your children, and instruct Bhagavad-gétä as it is? This is our mission. You sit down in the evening, chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, and teach little instruction from the Bhagavad-gétä. See how the life changes. Is that very difficult task? Boliye.
Indian man (2): No, no.

Prabhupäda: So do that.

Don't approach the cheater guru, bluffer guru, and be cheated.

Stop this business.

This has spoiled the whole spiritual atmosphere of the world.
Take guru, the supreme guru, Kåñëa. Kåñëa, when in Mahäbhärata when Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira performed räjasüya yajïa, in the räjasüya yajïa one person is elected the chief guest. So in that yajïa many big, big demigods were present, and Bhéñmadeva was present, Vyäsadeva was present, and many, many other saintly person, brähmaëa, from the whole universe were present. And Kåñëa was decided to be accepted as the... Everyone agreed to accept Him as the chief guest. And the Çiçupäla, he protested. Then everyone was angry to kill him. So Kåñëa is accepted the guru by everyone. By our äcäryas, recent äcäryas, Rämänujäcärya, Madhväcärya... I am not speaking of the loafer class, but those who are recognized äcäryas, Çaìkaräcärya... They accepted Kåñëa as the supreme guru. Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

So accept Kåñëa as the supreme guru and

follow His instruction and

try to convince others.

"Others" means even your family members. That is success of life. Saàsiddhiù hari-toñaëam. Why should you lead your life blindly? This human life is meant for enlightenment, supreme enlightenment, and this is supreme enlightenment, to

understand the teachings of Bhagavad-gétä and preach it as far as you can.

If not, you can preach amongst your family members. This is perfection of life. What is that verse? Ya imaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñv abhidhäsyati. That is the desire of Kåñëa.

Nitai: ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñu abhidhäsyati bhaktià mayi paräà kåtvä mäm evaiñyaty asaàçayaù
"For one who explains the supreme secret to the devotees, devotional service is guaranteed, and at the end he will come back to Me."

Prabhupäda: Next? Na ca tasmän...
Nitai: na ca tasmän manuñyeñu kaçcin me priya-kåttamaù bhavitä na ca me tasmäd anyaù priyataro bhuvi
"There is no servant in this world more dear to Me than he, nor will there ever be anyone more dear."

Prabhupäda: So this is the easiest process, that you learn Bhagavad-gétä.
Don't misinterpret. There is no question of misinterpretation. They, by their, what is called, crippled mind, they misinterpret. Otherwise there is no question of. Where is the difficulty to understand? So Kåñëa says, "Anyone who preaches this Kåñëa philosophy, He is My dearmost person." So if you are recognized by Kåñëa, then that is saàsiddhiù hari-toñaëam. That is wanted. Boliye. Any question? (Pause) No question? Tad viddhi praëipätena paripraçnena sevayä. There must be paripraçna, yes or no?

Indian man (3): Well, the question was the satisfaction of the God, that we satisfy our Lord. Now, what are the means to satisfy the Lord?

Prabhupäda: That He says: that you preach, you become guru. That is already explained. Ya idaà paramaà guhyaà mad-bhakteñu abhidhäsyati. That is... He says, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru. Everything is there. Where is the difficulty? If I say that "You do this. I will (be) satisfied," you do that; you will satisfy me. What is the difficulty?

Indian man (4): And the part where you, which you said to preach Kåñëa's... to attain the satisfaction of..., but what you have already said, that one should first know himself first, basic...

Prabhupäda: Himself?

Indian man (4): What Kåñëa stands and what Kåñëa means in the Bhagavad-gétä.
Prabhupäda: That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. Why don't you...?

Indian man (4): Yes. When we say we start preaching, so first one... somebody has to know himself.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Indian man (4): Then he can come forward for preaching.

Prabhupäda: So why don't you know yourself? Why you are in darkness? Kåñëa says everything in the Bhagavad-gétä. In the beginning He says, dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanam. In this body there is the occupier of the body. So if you think yourself that you are this body, that is your wrong. You try to understand that "I am not this body; I am spirit soul, ahaà brahmäsmi." That's the fact. [ ]

So our request to everyone is not to keep oneself in darkness and spoil the boon of human life, but try to understand your position and try to understand how to satisfy the Supreme. 

Everything is there in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

That is the summary of all Vedic literatures. This is our Kåñëa consciousness movement. And if you try to preach, then you become most recognized person of Kåñëa. Na ca tasmät manuñyeñu kaçcit me priya kåtta... And our mission is to satisfy Kåñëa. Saàsiddhiù hari-toñaëam. And He says, "In this way I become most satisfied." Then where is the difficulty? (break) [ ]

Guest: It's just people... For example, could the president of the Coca-Cola company find the way to Kåñëa, to serve Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Yes, everyone can serve. Cola company?

Guest: Coca-Cola company.

Prabhupäda: Coca-Cola.

Guest: Somebody that manufactures a product which is basically destructive.

Prabhupäda: No. Coca-Cola company... Of course, we advise... Kåñëa advises, yat karoñi. It includes Coca-Cola company. But He said yat karoñi: "Whatever you do." Kåñëa said, "Whatever you do." So that includes all kinds of activities. But will the Coca-Cola company agree to give the profit to Kåñëa? Then he is Kåñëa conscious. The profit he will enjoy for his wine and woman, that's all, not for Kåñëa. That is the difficulty.

Guest: Can the profit of the manufacture of something which is manufactured purely for profit be turned to good?

Prabhupäda: Yes, if he gives to Kåñëa. Just like Arjuna. He fought. He killed. Killing is not good business, but he killed on the advice of Kåñëa, and he became a bhakta by killing. Kåñëa said, bhakto 'si. And what did he do? He killed, that's all. This is an example. Of course, bhakta never kills. Kåñëa... Arjuna was not willing to kill. But when he saw that "Kåñëa wants it, so this is my first business. Never mind I shall go to hell," that is Kåñëa conscious. "By killing my brother I may go to hell. It doesn't matter. But Kåñëa will be satisfied. That is my first business." Kåñëa sometimes pretended to be sick. And many physicians came, they could not cure Him, headache. So He suggested that "I think if My devotee gives their dust of foot on My head, then I'll be cured." Then every devotee was approached that "Give your dust of feet. Kåñëa wants it." Even Närada. So Närada said, "How it is possible I shall give my dust of feet to Kåñëa? No, no, no, it is not possible." But when the person, messenger, approached gopés in Våndävana and they were informed that "Kåñëa is sick. So He wanted the dust of feet of the devotee to be applied on His head. Nobody gave it. So we have come last to you," so immediately: "Yes, yes, take it, take it." Immediately. So so much dust was collected. And Kåñëa was cured. So this is gopés. Others thought that "If I give the dust of my feet to Kåñëa, I may go to hell," but the gopés thought, "Let us go to hell, but let Kåñëa be cured." Therefore the gopés are the first-class devotee. They do not care for themselves. That is recommended by Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Ramyä käcid upäsanä vraja-vadhü-vargabhir ya kalpitäù: "The process of worship as it was planned by the gopés in Våndävana, there is no comparison. That is the highest devotion." They did not care for themself. They simply wanted to satisfy Kåñëa. When Kåñëa was playing flute at dead of night, all the gopés were flying to Kåñëa. His father, his husband—"Where you are going in this dead of...? Where you are going?" They didn't care. Society, friendship, love—all sacrificed: "We shall go to Kåñëa." This is kåñëa-bhakti. That is the highest perfection of life, to sacrifice everything for Kåñëa. "Only Kåñëa should be satisfied." That is Kåñëa consciousness. But that is not very easy job. But one can do if he likes, everything for Kåñëa. Kåñëa says also, sarva-dharmän parityajya [Bg. 18.66]. Gopés did not care for social, for religious or family and nothing. Sarva-dharmän parityajya. They went: "Kåñëa now is calling. Let us go." This is the typical example of sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà. So, of course, it is not possible to become on the standard of gopés. That is not possible. But at least we shall try to follow these devotees. Arjuna is there, gopés are there, Uddhavas are there—many devotees. Lord Brahmä is there. Lord Çiva is there. Kapiladeva is there. The four Kumäras are there. Bhéñmadeva is there. Prahläda Mahäräja is there. Janaka Mahäräja is there. Çukadeva Gosvämé is there. So mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù [Cc. Madhya 17.186]. If we simply follow these big, big devotees, then our life is successful. For authorized persons' name, to follow them:

Twelve: Lord Brahmä, Lord Çiva, Närada, then the four Kumäras, then Kapiladeva, then Prahläda Mahäräja, Bhéñma, Janaka Mahäräja, Vyäsadeva, er, no, Vaiyäsaké, son of Vyäsadeva. Not Vyäsadeva—son of Vyäsadeva, Çukadeva Gosvämé. Bali Mahäräja and Yamaräja. These twelve mahäjana, we can follow them. Sarvätmä snapane baliù. Bali Mahäräja gave everything to Kåñëa. (end)

Prabhupäda: But for my sense gratification, I cannot do that.
Guest (1): Very good answer.

Prabhupäda: In a, in the Western countries, I had to sometimes do something which I should not have done. But I've done it to bring so many souls to Kåñëa.

Brahmänanda: The preaching necessitates that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because if there is no other alternative, what can I do? In the beginning I had no disciples. So I was cooking myself. So one gentleman, he... Later on, he became my disciple. He gave me some place. I was cooking. And in the refrigerator, I saw there was meat. (laughs) So I asked: "What is this?" He said, "It is for cats. I don't take meat." "All right. (laughter) I'll do (?)." So of course, I stayed there for three, four days. And if I cry, "Oh, I have violated my rules and regulations..." Rules and regulations can be violated when there is urgent necessity of service, not whimsically or for one's sense gratification. And that is, of course, in our present..., with  the permission of the spiritual master, not one should think, "Oh, I have become so much great devotee, I can violate all the rules and regulations." No, you cannot. If there is need of violating rules and regulations, you must take permission. Now we have no temple. Under the circumstances, we are doing that. So you construct the temple as soon as possible so that people may not criticize you. [break] ...for all gåhastha devotees, you should begin preaching amongst the gåhasthas. It is not forbidden for the gåhasthas to preach. Because preaching is required everywhere. Arjuna was gåhastha. So yei kåñëa-tattva-vettä sei guru haya [Cc. Madhya 8.128]. 
One must know the science of Kåñëa. Then you can become preacher.

"I belong to this disciplic succession. I must keep myself fit for the post." 

Then it is all right. If he deviates, then he deviates the disciplic succession. Hare Kåñëa. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says frankly that... This is disciplic succession. 

Ämära äjïäya: "Just carry out My order." Then you are in disciplic succession. 

If you do not keep yourself in the order of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, then simply by becoming disciple, you are not in the disciplic succession. 

This is disciplic succession. Caitanya Mahäprabhu said this clearly, ämära äjïäya guru haïa tära ei: "Wherever you live, you become a spiritual master." How? Yäre dekha täre kaha kåñëa-upadeça: "Whomever you meet, you ONLY speak what Kåñëa has instructed." Then you are disciplic succession. 

It doesn't matter what you are and where you are. It doesn't matter. This is disciplic succession. And if you think, 

"Now I am initiated. I am now liberated. I have no other business," then you are not in the disciplic succession. 

You must preach. 

That is disciplic succession.

Guest (1): This is the definition of a disciple.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Ämära äjïäya guru haïa tära ei deça, yäre dekha... You have to... Anywhere, any friend, any businessman, "Are you Kåñëa conscious? Chant Hare Kåñëa." That's all. What is the loss in that? "My dear friend, I request you to chant Hare Kåñëa mantra." Where is the difficulty?

Brahmänanda: Even a child like Sarasvaté, she does.

Prabhupäda: Yes? Ah, yes.

Prabhupäda: Just see. "He's smoking beedie." This man became little ashamed. "Yes, my girl, I'll give it up by and by." She was surprised that a man is smoking. Hare Kåñëa Hare Kåñëa...

The sannyäsés are meant for preaching and the GBC's are meant for managing. In this way do it. Now you give me relief--I go on writing books, that's all. So Viñëujana Mahäräja, your preaching is going on nice? [ ]

Preaching work is for the guru. So Kåñëa...Caitanya Mahäprabhu says it doesn't matter whether he is a gåhastha or vänaprastha or a brähmaëa or çüdra. It doesn't matter. If he knows what is Kåñëa consciousness and preaches, then he is guru. That's all. So we have to become like that. It doesn't matter what we are, but whether I am preaching nicely. That is required. But still there is some regulative principles like sannyäsé and brahmacäré will be like this, gåhastha will be like this. That is the external. But the main business is preaching. So you have got good opportunity, you have got good name, Kåñëa consciousness movement, it is being appreciated. So live very cautiously and preach very cautiously and seriously, then in this one life you will become successful, go back to home, back to Godhead. One life. So we should be very responsible to this life in serving Kåñëa. Make yourself successful. Don't waste a single moment. Every moment should be utilized to serve Kåñëa. Always think, how I can serve Kåñëa? The direction is already there. The work is sufficient. If you don't want to do, that is a different thing. There is sufficient work to do. If you cannot do anything, you can go and meet any man and request him, "Please chant Hare Kåñëa." What is the difficulty? You can request. That your endeavor to request him is your service. He may not chant. But if you request him, "Please chant Hare Kåñëa..." If you cannot do anything, if you meet anyone in the street and say "Please...(end)

Morning Walk                      October 5, 1975, Mauritius

Prabhupäda: The climate is nice. 
There is good potential for producing food, keeping cows. Everything nice. [ ]

Indian man (4): Swamijé? It is prohibited to consume, consume flesh, meat. It's because there is soul in the body and if we kill it, therefore we are doing a sin. I think it's because that we can't consume meat according to the Vedic literature. But what about plants, Swamijé?

Prabhupäda: Plants also, you... They are also killed. They are also killed. But this is... Plants are killed by the order of Kåñëa. Therefore you are not responsible.

Indian man (4): Therefore, if we say that we can kill some animal by the order of Kåñëa...

Prabhupäda: Yes, then you are not responsible. Suppose I kill one snake by the stick. The stick is not responsible; I am responsible.

Indian man (4): When do you think that you'd know that Kåñëa is responsible and not our...

Prabhupäda: You learn from the çästra. 

You learn from Bhagavad-gétä what Kåñëa says and do it. 

(Ed: everything including living varnasrama society based on cow protection and agriculture with the bull)

Then you are not responsible for anything. 

Just like there is lawbook. If you act... (aside:) Don't keep so near. ...act according to lawbook, then you are not criminal. 

If you violate the lawbook, then you are criminal. Similarly, what Kåñëa says, that is recorded in the çästra, 

especially in the Bhagavad-gétä. 

So you act what is said in the Bhagavad-gétä; then you remain free from all sinful reaction. Yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra loko ya karma-bandhanaù. Yajïärthät means for Kåñëa. Whatever you do, that's all right. Otherwise you are become bound up by the reaction. Anyatra karma-bandhanaù. 
Karma-bandhanaù means you are bound up by the reaction. So therefore you have to act according to Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa conscious. 

If you act differently, then you are responsible.
Indian man (4): How would you know what to consume and what not, Swamijé?

Prabhupäda: That is stated in the çästra. Kåñëa says, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati [Bg. 9.26]. Patram means vegetable, leaves; puñpam, flower. In this way, whatever He says, you collect and offer to Him and take prasädam. Then you are not responsible.

And if you collect for yourself even patram without offering to Kåñëa, if you take, you are responsible for killing.

It doesn't matter whether you kill a big animal or a small plant.

You are responsible.
Just like a soldier. He kills hundreds and thousands of men and he is given gold medal. And as soon as he kills one man for his sense gratification he is hanged. Eh? Is it not? He can say, "I have killed so many men. At that time I was not hanged. I was given gold medal. How is that? (laughter) I have killed only one man. I am going to be hanged?"
That is law. 

You cannot do anything  on your own account, sense gratification.
Then YOU are

Prabhupäda: Let them be drowned. Who can check them?

If they do not accept good captain, let them be drowned. 

There is no regret for them.
Let them go to hell. 

They are going, actually.

For their dog's obstinacy they are going to hell. 

Adänta-gobhir viñatäà tamiçram [SB 7.5.30]. This is stated. 

Because they cannot control their senses 

they are going to hell.

They should take direction, authorized direction from us, and then it will be very nice. (break) ...not these concocted "isms." This "ism," that "ism," that "ism." Because it is, andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. These all rascals are blind. They do not know how to direct. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà duräçayä. They are trying to adjust the world affairs blindly. They do not know. So let us combine. Let them come forward, take direction from us. 

After all, your money, my money, your intelligence, my intelligence—

everything belongs to Kåñëa. Sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöhaù. 

Kåñëa is giving intelligence. 

WE  MUST agree to take His good advice. 

Early morning till night, we are always thinking, "How people will be happy by Kåñëa consciousness?" And they are coming here for rowing boat. You see? How blind they are! The human life, so intelligent life, and they are utilizing for rowing boat. How blind they are! Not a single moment to be wasted and they are simply finding out, "How to waste time?" (break) ...is "Crime, what to do?" "Hippies, what to do?" "Problems, what to do?" Why "What to do?" Here is a direction. Do like this." "No, sir, that I will not do." (break) 

(break) ...convince them that they are doing very nice, to their best capacity, but they are doing it blindly. 

You are very good driver, but if you are a blind man, then how you will drive? 

You will create  disaster. 

So we can open their eyes 

so that their good driving capacity will be properly utilized. 

A good driver, blind, what he will do? 

Ajïäna-timirändhasya. Darkness, it will not help. The western method of seeing things--blind eyes. Actually, they are blind. They are trying to see things with microscope. First of all you are blind. What you will see? Microscope, this machine or that machine, but you are blind. That they do not know. (break)

You can serve Kåñëa in any capacity--provided you want to serve. And if you want to engage Kåñëa for your service, that is blunder. Then it is blunder. You cannot engage Kåñëa to your service. The everyone is trying to engage Kåñëa for his service. They are going to the church, "O Kåñëa, give us our daily bread," that "You serve me. You give us our daily bread and serve me." And our proposition is, Yaçodämayé, "Kåñëa, You are playing all day. Come on! Take food first of all." This is service. They are going to Kåñëa for asking daily bread. And here Yaçodämayé is commanding, "Come here! If You don't eat, You will get lean and thin. Come on." This is Vaiñëava philosophy.

Devotee: Jaya, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. (break) ...is concerned, "How Kåñëa will keep good health?" And we are concerned, "Kåñëa will go to hell. Please supply me food so that I might keep my health good." That is the difference between materialistic and spiritualist. The foolish man does not understand that Kåñëa is supplying food to the elephant, to the ant, and why I shall go to the church for asking my food? It is already there. And our policy is, "Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, please engage me in Your service." Hare Kåñëa means, "O Kåñëa, O the energy of Kåñëa, please engage me in Your service." We create problem. Otherwise, no problem. Kåñëa has arranged everything. Éçäväsyam idaà sarvam. Just see so many fruits for the birds. They are so sumptuously supplied, they are thrown. Pürëam idam. Everything is sufficient. But these rascal blind, they do not know. They are trying to adjust. What adjustment? 

It is already sufficient. 

You are misusing that. 

Sufficient land, sufficient intelligence. 

Everything is sufficient. 

They are misusing. In Africa, in Australia, sufficient land, and they are raising cattle to kill them. This is their intelligence. And growing coffee and tea.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And tobacco.

Devotee: For money, for profit.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And tobacco.

Prabhupäda: Tobacco, by which... They know tobacco is bad, and they are utilizing time for growing tobacco and smoking tobacco. This is their intelligence. 

So blind men... Give them intelligence, these rascals. 

We call therefore only rascals. People are dying for want of food grains, and they are growing tobacco, which smoking, they will go to hell. This is their intelligence. Huh? What do you think?

Satsvarüpa: I agree.

Prabhupäda: This is the idea.

Sudämä: And they even indicate, Prabhupäda, on the advertisements that smoking is hazardous for the health.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (break) ...for money, 

the money which will push them to hell. This is their intelligence. 

We have to give them intelligence, open their eyes. (break) 

(break) The çästra says, nidräham(Ed:?) ädyaà plavaà sukalpam. This body... We are just crossing the ocean of nescience. So this body is a good boat. mäyä ete 'rtaà guruù karëa-dharam. And the wind is favorable, Kåñëa's instruction. And the captain is guru. 

He is guiding you. 

With all these facilities, if you cannot cross the nescience, 

then you are cutting your throat. (break) 

...boat is there, the captain is there, the favorable wind is there, 

but we are not utilizing it. 

That means I am killing myself. (break) ...nity. is there. (break) ...policy. 

The policy is suicidal. 

That is the defect. 

So preaching means to remove this defect and utilize the policy for going ahead. (break) [ ]

Jaga-jévana: All classes of men should preach Kåñëa consciousness?

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

First of all he must know what to preach. 

If he does not know what to preach, 

what he will preach? 

You have got a preaching capacity, provided you learn the art of preaching. But everyone can preach. That's a fact.

Devotee: What is to become of those devotees that leave ISKCON and take to breaking the regulative principles, and stop chanting sixteen rounds?

Prabhupäda: Explain.

Devotee: There are even brähmaëas in our temple who have left the temple and they are acting just like karmés.
Prabhupäda: So they were wrongly initiated. We want recommendation from the authority, whether one should be initiated, but they gave wrong information. That is the defect of the informer. (break)

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...Hari-näma initiation can be a little more liberal.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But brähmaëa initiation should be strict.

Prabhupäda: Very strict. 

Very strict means he must be observed that he is actually chanting sixteen rounds, 

following the regulative principles. That's all.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Those are the important...?

Prabhupäda: These are the criterions, that he is actually, seriously doing this. 

Then he can be initiated. 

Otherwise useless. He will fall down. (break)

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...stated that one who does not, an unsuccessful person in yoga practice takes his next birth, çucénäà çrématäà gehe.
Prabhupäda: That is another thing, but you are fallen. 

Who take birth in high family or in opulent, that is the fallen condition. 

That is not successful con... 

But they are taking, "This is success. 

I have got so much money. I have got so much prestige. 

This is success."

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's a fallen condition.

Prabhupäda: That is fallen condition.

Devotee: They think that is the success of life.

Prabhupäda: They think. They are foolish. They can think like that. Generally, that is... Not that devotees are not opulent. No, that is not. But this materialistic opulence means fallen condition.

Tamäla Kåñëa: The demigods are in a very opulent position also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But they are devotees.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But they are devotees, not fallen.

Prabhupäda: They can fall. Everyone can fall. (break)

Tripuräri: ...says that a sannyäsé (Ed: ?) should not take, be anxious for disciples but should only take those who are qualified. But sometimes, when there's no one qualified, he takes a risk.

Prabhupäda: Yes. One who does not like to take the risk, they do not take the risk of preaching. But one who takes the risk, he is recognized by Kåñëa immediately, "Oh, he is taking risk." 

But he must know where to take risk and where to act foolishly. Just like Nityänanda Prabhu took the risk of being injured. But He was certain that "I can deliver him." That is...

Tamäla Kåñëa: You took a great risk also, Prabhupäda, by coming to us.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Yes. I have already written that. I was thinking that "What shall I do here? I have come here. As soon as I shall impose these four principles they will say, 'Go home.' " But I took that risk. 

I never said anything palatable. 

Against their activities, "You don't do this, don't do this." (break)

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...compromised at all, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: No, what is the use of compromise if there is no good result?
Tamäla Kåñëa: Someone who compromises, he actually wants followers.

Prabhupäda: That is not good. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu decried, na dhanaà na janam, 

"I don't want these followers." 

What is the use of follower if he does not follow? (break) ...idam. Everything is sufficient, complete. Why they are embarrassed with incompleteness? 

Everyone is trying to adjust incompletness, 

but the Vedic information, "Everything is complete."

“No, because we are giving protection to cow, you send money for the cows and the cow protectors, and earn money there and give us money. We shall eat nicely and sleep." As soon as this practice is going on, then next will be: "Give me some LSD, give me something else." This will go on. We don't want that.

TRANSLATION: (amåtam—milk, which is like nectar; ca—and; goñu—from cows;)

As one can derive fire from wood, milk from the milk bag of the cow, food grains and water from the land, and prosperity in one's livelihood from industrial enterprises, so, by the practice of bhakti-yoga, even within this material world, one can achieve Your favor or intelligently approach You. Those who are pious all affirm this.

EXTRACT OF PURPORT: In this verse, the cultivation of bhakti-yoga is compared to many material activities. By friction one can get fire from wood, by digging the earth one can get food grains and water, and by agitating the milk bag of the cow one can get nectarean milk. Milk is compared to nectar, which one can drink to become immortal. Of course, simply drinking milk will not make one immortal, but it 
can increase the duration of one's life.
In modern civilization, men do not think milk to be important, and therefore they do not live very long. Although in this age men can live up to one hundred years, their 

duration of life is reduced because they do not 

drink large quantities of milk. This is a sign of Kali-yuga. In Kali-yuga, instead of drinking milk, people prefer to slaughter an animal and eat its flesh. The Supreme Personality of Godhead, in His instructions of Bhagavad-gétä, advises go-rakñya, which means cow protection. 

The cow should be protected, milk should be drawn from the cows, and this milk should be prepared in various ways. 

One should take ample milk, and thus one can
prolong one's life,
develop his brain, execute devotional service, and ultimately attain the favor of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. 
As it is essential to get food grains and water by digging the earth, 

IT  IS  ALSO
essential to give protection to the cows 

(Ed: NOT BUY IT from the BLOODY SLAUGHTERHOUSE SHOP!!!)

and take nectarean milk from THEIR milk bags…
Agriculture   and   cow protection
are  T H E  WAY    to  become   SIN LESS
and thus be attracted to devotional service.
Those who are sinful cannot be attracted by devotional service.
As stated in Bhagavad-gétä (7.28): "Persons who have acted piously in previous lives and in this life,
whose sinful actions are completely eradicated
and who are freed from the duality of delusion, engage themselves in My service with determination." [ ]

The so-called vaiçyas—the industrialists or businessmen—are involved in big, big industrial enterprises, but they are not interested in food grains and milk. However, as indicated here, by digging for water, even in the desert, we can produce food grains; when we produce food grains and vegetables, we can give protection to the cows; while giving protection to the cows, we can draw from them abundant quantities of milk; and by getting enough milk and combining it with food grains and vegetables, we can prepare hundreds of nectarean foods. 

We can happily eat this food and thus avoid industrial enterprises and joblessness.

TRANSLATION

Being puffed up by material power, Kärtavéryärjuna encouraged his men to steal Jamadagni's kämadhenu. Thus the men forcibly took away the crying kämadhenu, along with her calf, to Mähiñmaté, Kärtavéryärjuna's capital.

PURPORT

The word havirdhäném is significant in this verse. Havirdhäném refers to a cow required for supplying havis, or ghee, for the performance of ritualistic ceremonies in sacrifices. In human life, one should be trained to perform yajïas. As we are informed in Bhagavad-gétä (3.9), yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù: if we do not perform yajïa, we shall simply work very hard for sense gratification like dogs and hogs. This is not civilization. A human being should be trained to perform yajïa. Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. 

If yajïas are regularly performed, there will be proper rain from the sky, 

and when there is regular rainfall, the land will be fertile and 

suitable for producing all the necessities of life. 

Yajïa, therefore, is essential. 

For performing yajïa, 

clarified butter is essential, 

and for clarified butter, 

cow protection is essential 

(Ed: i.e. not ghee from the super-market i.e. slaughterhouse.) 
Therefore, if we neglect the Vedic way of civilization, 
we shall certainly suffer. 

So-called scholars and philosophers do not know the secret of success in life, and therefore they suffer in the hands of prakåti, nature (prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]). Nonetheless, although they are forced to suffer, they think they are advancing in civilization (ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate). 

The Kåñëa consciousness movement is therefore
meant to revive a mode of civilization 
in which everyone will be happy. (Ed: including cows)

Lord Kåñëa as Govinda is more inclined to the brähmaëas and the cows, indicating thereby that human prosperity depends more on these two items, namely brahminical culture and cow protection. Lord Kåñëa is never satisfied where these are lacking.

The cows, the brähmaëas and the devotees of the Lord are all objects of His special attention because they are very important factors for the general welfare of living beings.

Bhéñmadeva said: Oh, what terrible sufferings and what terrible injustices you good souls suffer for being the sons of religion personified. You did not deserve to remain alive under those tribulations, yet you were protected by the brähmaëas, God and religion.

PURPORT

Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira was disturbed due to the great massacre in the Battle of Kurukñetra. Bhéñmadeva could understand this, and therefore he spoke first of the terrible sufferings of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira. He was put into difficulty by injustice only, and the Battle of Kurukñetra was fought just to counteract this injustice. Therefore, he should not regret the great massacre. He wanted to point out particularly that they were always protected by the brähmaëas, the Lord and religious principles. As long as they were protected by these three important items, there was no cause of disappointment. Thus Bhéñmadeva encouraged Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira to dissipate his despondency. As long as a person is fully in cooperation with the wishes of the Lord, 

guided by the bona fide brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas 

and strictly following religious principles, 

one has no cause for despondency, however trying the circumstances of life. Bhéñmadeva, as one of the authorities in the line, wanted to impress this point upon the Päëòavas.

TRANSLATION

Putting on washed clothing, being always pure and being adorned with turmeric, sandalwood pulp and other auspicious items, before breakfast one should worship the cows, the brähmaëas, the goddess of fortune and the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

PURPORT

If one is trained to honor and worship the cows and brähmaëas, he is actually civilized. The worship of the Supreme Lord is recommended, and the Lord is very fond of the cows and brähmaëas (namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca). 

In other words, a civilization 

(Ed: or Society that subsists on the products of cow and bull slaughter)
in which there is no respect for the cows and brähmaëas is condemned. 
One cannot become spiritually advanced without acquiring the brahminical qualifications and giving protection to cows. 

Cow protection insures sufficient food prepared with milk, (Ed: from “protected cows”)
which is needed for an advanced civilization. 

One should not pollute civilization by eating the flesh of cows. A civilization must do something progressive, and then it is an Äryan civilization. 

Instead of killing the cow to eat flesh (Ed: OR drink their milk), 
civilized men must prepare various milk products that will enhance the condition of society. If one follows the brahminical culture, he will become competent in Kåñëa consciousness.

TRANSLATION

Çré Çukadeva Gosvämé said: O King, for the sake of protecting the cows, brähmaëas, demigods, devotees, the Vedic literature, religious principles, and principles to fulfill the purpose of life, the Supreme Personality of Godhead accepts the forms of incarnations.

PURPORT

The Supreme Personality of Godhead generally appears in various types of incarnations to give protection to the cows and brähmaëas. The Lord is described as go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca; in other words, He is always eager to benefit the cows and brähmaëas. When Lord Kåñëa appeared, 

He purposefully became a cowherd boy and showed personally how to give protection to the cows and calves. 

Similarly, He showed respect to Sudämä Vipra, a real brähmaëa. 

From the Lord's personal activities, human society should learn how to give protection specifically to the brähmaëas and cows. Then the protection of religious principles, fulfillment of the aim of life and protection of Vedic knowledge can be achieved. 

Without protection of cows, brahminical culture cannot be maintained; 

and without brahminical culture, the aim of life cannot be fulfilled. 

The Lord, therefore, is described as go-brähmaëa-hitäya because His incarnation is only for the protection of the cows and brähmaëas. Unfortunately, because in Kali-yuga there is no protection of the cows and brahminical culture, everything is in a precarious position. 

If human society wants to be exalted, 

the leaders of society must follow the instructions of Bhagavad-gétä and 

give protection to the cows, the brähmaëas and brahminical culture.

Prabhupäda: Govindam ädi-puruñaà tam ahaà bhajämi.  Thank you very much. So we are worshiper of the original Absolute Personality of Godhead, Govindam. Govindam. Go means senses, go means cow, and go means land. And vindam, vindam means who gives pleasure—the pleasure potency of all these three things, senses, cows, and the land. The land. Sarva-loka-maheçvaram [Bg. 5.29], in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said. The proprietor of all land, the maintainer of all land, to give pleasure to the people of all land, is Govinda, Kåñëa. Govindam. And He is the protector, and pleasing to the cows. You have seen many pictures of Kåñëa, He is loving cow. Why cow is loved by Him? Why not another animal? There are many other animals. Why particularly cow?

Because cow protection is
the most important business
of the human society.
In offering obeisances to Kåñëa, it is said, namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca: "I offer my respectful obeisances unto the Supreme Person, who is the protector of the brähmaëas and the cows." Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca jagad-dhitäya.

The first qualification is that He protects the brähmaëas and the cows.

Next, He protects the whole world. Jagad-dhitäya kåñëa. And He is Kåñëa, govindäya, this Govinda.

So the example is set by the Supreme Personality of Godhead 

that human civilization will advance only 

on the basis of brahminical culture and cow protection. 

As soon as there is falldown from brahminical culture, 

and as soon as there is discrepancy in the protection of cows, 

there will be no more peace in the world. Therefore He specifically said, go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca.

This Kåñëa consciousness movement IS
for the protection of brahminical culture and cows.

Then automatically the peace of the world will come, if two things are done. This is Vedic literature. They pick up the essence of the things, and all other things follows. Just like meditation. Meditation means... Not meditation, the yoga system. Yoga indriya-saàyamaù. Yoga system means to control the senses. This is the primary factor of practicing yoga. Now the senses, we have got five senses acquiring knowledge and five working senses. So of all the senses, the tongue is considered to be the most powerful sense. 

The Vaiñëava, they therefore try to control the tongue. 

They do not allow the tongue to eat everything and anything. 

(Ed: milk and food via the slaughterhouse shop)

No. Svämé or gosvämé means who has control over the senses. Generally, people, they are servant of the senses. When people, when a man becomes, instead of becoming servant of the senses, when he becomes master of the senses, then he is called svämé. Svämé is not this dress. This dress is superfluous, just to... As in everywhere there is some uniform dress to understand that "He is, he..." Actually, svämé means who has control over the senses. And that is brahminical culture. Satya çama dama titikña ärjavam, jïänam vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. Brahman, Brahman means brähmaëa, brahminical culture. Truthfulness, cleanliness, and controlling the senses, controlling the mind, and simplicity and tolerance, full of knowledge, practical application in life, faith in God—these qualifications are brahminical culture. Anywhere we practice these qualifications, he'll revive brahminical culture. It is not that in a particular country or particular society or particular class of men they are brähmaëas. No. Bhagavad-gétä does not say that. Brahma-karma svabhäva-jam. Svabhäva-jam, natural activities. So truthfulness, controlling the senses, controlling the mind, and simplicity, and cleanliness, and tolerance, and knowledge, and practical application of knowledge in life.

So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is for training brahmacärés.

Brahmacäré  means who are being practiced to the brahminical culture.
So, there must be a portion of the population well versed in brahminical culture. Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca tara sahasrasaù. Just like in a garden if there is one nice flower plant, rose, with good scent, the whole garden becomes flavored, you see? Scented. Similarly, we do not expect that the whole population of the human society will be taking to this brahminical culture; but even one percent of the whole population accepts this brahminical culture, Kåñëa consciousness, then the whole world will be peaceful. Not even one percent, less than one percent. It is so nice.

So Kåñëa consciousness movement is very scientific movement. Unless you raise the population from the animal propensities, how you can expect peace? Do you think is there any peace in the dog society, in the cat society? No, it is not possible. You keep some dogs. They meet. As soon as they meet together there will be howling—"gow, gow, gow, gow." So you cannot expect if you create dog society, then you cannot expect.

You have to create a portion, a certain percentage of the population, brähmaëas.
Then there is possibility. Just like in the sky the numerical strength of the stars are greater, but there is one moon. That one moon is sufficient to illuminate the sky. Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca tara sahasrasaù. Millions of millions of stars twinkling, they cannot dissipate the darkness. You see. Only one moon, only one sun.

So try to make some percentage of the population actually brähmaëa. Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. And protect the cows. Actually, we are taking so much advantages. So from the cows, the milk. And from the milk we can make hundreds of vitaminous foodstuff, hundreds. They're all palatable. 
So such a nice animal, faithful, peaceful, and beneficial. 
After taking milk from it, if we kill, does it look very well? 
Even after the death, the cows supply the skin for your shoes. 

It is so beneficial. You see. Even after death. 

While living, he gives you nice milk. 

You cannot reject milk from the human society. As soon as there is 

a child born, MILK immediately required.
Old man, MILK IS LIFE. 

Diseased person, MILK IS LIFE. 

Invalid, MILK IS LIFE.
So therefore Kåñëa is teaching by

except it is made of milk preparation. That develops the finer tissues of the brain. You can understand in subtle matters, in philosophy, in spiritual science. Just like in a scientific college, 

not ordinary man can understand the scientific intricacies.
They require  some preliminary qualification to enter into the scientific college.

They require some preliminary qualification  to enter into the law college, 

in the postgraduate classes.

Similarly, to understand the subtle or finer implications of spiritual science,

one has to become  brähmaëa.
Without becoming brahmana it is not possible.
THEREFORE in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13].

There are four classes of men created by God: cätur-varëyaà. How they are divided? How the classification is made? Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù: 
by classification of quality and work. 
Not by birth. In India, of course, this classification of guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù was originally planned from the Vedic age.

But later on, a class of men,

without  any  qualification, without any practical work,

they  claimed that 

"I belong to such and such class." (Ed: ANY of the four varnas)
Therefore India's falldown was inevitable. (ED: and our Society’s?)

Dr. Sharma: Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca jagad-dhitäya kåñëäya govindäya...
Prabhupäda:

His first business is to give protection to the brähmaëas and the cows. Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. Jagad-dhitäya.
Next, welfare of the others.
First, Kåñëa says specifically, kåñi-go-rakñya.
He gives specific instruction: go-rakñya, protect cows.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.1-2            London (Tittenhurst), September 13, 1969
So if we human beings,

if we forget even ordinary mercy, compassion and gratefulness,

then what is that human life? And then from national point of view... National means one who is born in this land. The cow is also born in this land. So why the man should be given protection, not the cow? But according to Vedic civilization you see. You have read in Çrémad-Bhägavatam, I explained. Oh, one man was going to kill one cow. Immediately Mahäräja Parékñit took his sword, "Oh, you are trying to kill cow in my kingdom? I shall immediately kill you." The special protection, brähmaëas and cow. You know, we offer Kåñëa obeisances, namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca: "Kåñëa, You are the leader of brahminical civilization." The purest civilization. Namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. "You are the well-wisher of cows and the brähmaëas."

Why special stress is given to the words go and brähmaëa, cows and brähmaëas?

Then he said, jagad-dhitäya.
"After being, first being well-wisher to the cows and brähmaëas,

then You are well-wisher of this general world." Jagad-dhitäya kåñëäya govindäya namo namaù. This is the prayer, namo brahmaëya-deväya.

So why this specific stress has been given to the cows and brähmaëas? 

Just see Kåñëa's picture, how He's loving the cow. You see?
He is instructing by His practical life how He is compassionate with the cows.

He played as a cowherd boy. Why?

Because if in human society these two things are neglected, cows and the brähmaëa,

that is animal society.

Animal Society.
That is not human society. That is the idea…

Because the brähmaëas will give you good information of spiritual life, 

and cows will give
the best food

That is the real interpretation of go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. 

If you have simply 
(Ed: to be trained to be qualified in one of the varnas and cooperate to arrange for the protection of) 
a cow (Ed: for THAT milk) and... 
The great sages, just see……

A child born, it lives simply on cow's milk. First of all, mother's milk. Milk for six months. 

Then when it is a little grown up, you simply give her sufficient milk, oh, 

she'll be very stout and strong.

Pradyumna: "O respectful brähmaëas, as far as I am concerned, no one is equal or superior to the brähmaëas in this world. I do not find anyone comparable to them. When people know My motive, after performing rituals according to the Vedic principles they offer food to Me with faith and love through the mouth of a brähmaëa. When food is thus offered unto Me, I eat it with full satisfaction. Indeed, I derive more pleasure from food offered in that way than from the food offered in the sacrificial fire."

Prabhupäda:

na brähmaëais tulaye bhütam anyat

paçyämi vipräù kim ataù paraà tu

yasmin nåbhiù prahutaà çraddhayäham

añnämi kämaà na tathägni-hotre

So Åñabhadeva is teaching us what is the value of brahminical culture. Human society without brahminical culture is animal society. We offer our obeisances to the Lord, namo brähmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca.

Krishna is first of all interested to see whether in the society the brahmana and the cow are properly respected. 
Namo brahmanya-devaya go-brahmana-hitaya ca. His first business is to see that the brahmana and cow is being properly honored. Then jagad-dhitaya. 
Then automatically the whole world will be peaceful. This secret of success they do not know. 
Nobody is prepared to become brahmana, and so far cow protection is concerned, it is in the oblivion. 
This is the whole world position. Therefore it is in chaotic condition. It must be, because this is animal society. When these two things are neglected, it is animal society, and then other animal qualities and paraphernalia follow....

 
Unless we control the base qualities, namely the modes of ignorance and passion, you cannot be happy. It is not possible. Tato rajas-tamo-bhavah. Rajas tamo-bhavah means kama and lobha. So long I  have lusty desire and so long I have greediness to acquire more and more and more, to enjoy senses more and more - that is greediness. One should be satisfied, the minimum possible.

 
Ahara-nidra-bhaya-maithunam ca samanyam etat pasubhir naranam. Ahara means eating. Ahara, nidra, sleeping, and fearing, and sense enjoyment. These are required, but not for increasing but decreasing. Just like when a person is diseased he should not eat as he likes. Because he is diseased, doctor prescribes that "You take little barley water or glucose, no solid food, if you want to be cured." Similarly, these things are necessity so long this body is there. Ahara-nidra-bhaya-maithuna. But this should be decreased, not increased. That is human civilization, not to increase. Just like the Gosvamis in Vrindavana. They did not come here to increase ahara-nidra-bhaya-maithuna. No. They came here to decrease. Nidrahara-viharakadi-vijitau. That is wanted. This is Vrindavana-vasi, not that to live in Vrindavana and increase this.

 
Unfortunately the present civilization, they are not meant for decreasing. They are simply increasing. The Western civilization means increasing the means of sense gratification, "machine, machine, machine, machine." So, and the brahminical culture means samo damo titiksa. Titiksa means without something I may suffer. Suffer. So one should be practiced to suffer. Suffer, that is tapasya. Tapasa brahmacaryena. Tapasya begins from celibacy. We are practiced to sex life or sense gratification. Tapasya means first of all stop this. Tapasa brahmacaryena. This is practice.

 
So to become fit for going back to home, back to Godhead, it is not so easy. It is not so easily... We have to make our material life almost zero. Not almost zero--practically zero. Anyabhilasita-sunyam. That is wanted, practice. 
 
That is called greediness. The Vedic civilization teaches that "Be satisfied with the minimum necessities of life. Don't increase unnecessary necessities of life, and then you have to work for it very hard like hogs and dogs." That's all. Then you have to work very...

 
Modern world, they have increased their unnecessary necessities of life, and therefore you'll find how hard working. In European and American cities we have seen how people are working very hard, beginning from morning at five o'clock till four o'clock next night, for sense gratification. So this is not civilization. This is condemned civilization. Nayam deho deha-bhajam nrloke kastan kaman arhate vid-bhujam ye. This is not civilization. This is animal civilization, working so hard day and night for eating. That is the business of the hogs and dogs. You will find the hogs and dog, they are loitering on the street whole day and night: "Where is food? Where is sex?" That is not civilization. They must be peaceful brahmana. Of course, not that everyone can be elevated to the position of a brahmana, but at least they must have the chance to see that "Here is a class of men, brahmana." That is wanted. Otherwise the civilization is failure.

 
Prabhupada: Rukmini. He (she) took immediately the camara. He (she) said, "My husband is respecting." But he was dressed very poorly, lean and thin. Brahmana, because they refuse unnecessary necessities of life, sometimes they look very poor, poverty-stricken. They are not poverty-stricken. They are the richest. Mahatmanas tu mam Partha daivim prakrtim sritah, bhajanty ananya-manaso. Those who are engaged in bhajana never think of their poverty. No. They are not poor. Otherwise, if Sudama Vipra, externally he looked very poor, lean and thin, not very nice cloth... Krishna is: "My dear friend, sit down here." He brought water, washed the feet, just respectable person, guru, brahmana. This is etiquette. Krishna is showing personally. He is the king. He is the Supreme Personality of Godhead. He also respects a brahmana. When Narada used to come to Krishna, immediately He would get down from the seat and offer obeisances, and Narada was smiling, "Just see Krishna's lila."

 
So laksanam must be, laksanam, the symptom, what is brahmanas' symptoms. So my request to you, the Europeans and American boys, you have been initiated as brahmana but you must practice the laksana. Otherwise, if you think, puffed up, that "Now I have got the sacred thread. My business is finished. I can do whatever I like," no. That is not. Laksanam. Laksanam means symptoms. That you must observe, laksanam. Yasya hi yad laksanam proktam. Then nobody can check you. You will be very much dear of Krishna. Namo brahmanya-devaya go brahmana-hitaya ca. If you keep yourself in the platform of a true brahmana as you are expected... It is not difficult. We have selected the four principles: no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no intoxication, and no gambling. That's all. If you keep to these practices, then you remain. And if you chant, then above brahmana, you become Vaishnava. Manmana bhava mad-bhakto mad-yaji mam namaskuru. Qualify yourself as a brahmana. Qualify yourself as a Vaishnava. Then your position is guaranteed. Kaunteya pratijanihi na me bhaktah pranasyati. Sure. Guaranteed.

 
So when Krishna takes care of you, He..., attention is on you. Then who can...? Maya's... There is no strength of maya to touch you. Mam eva ye prapadyante mayam etam taranti te. Maya may be there. Police may be there. Police is there, so what business I have got with the police if I am honest? If I am properly observing the rules and regulation of the government, what business police has got to touch me? 
 
Maya is there. Maya must be there. Maya... (aside:) Don't stop... Maya is there, but it does not mean maya can touch you if you are actually surrendered to Krishna. Mam eva ye prapadyante mayam etam taranti te. So here it is (aside:) Sitting there. So Krishna personally will take care. And to come to the brahmana stage, this is also.  Everything is described. Everything is prescribed. If you have to follow again and again. We can come to the brahmana stage by a simple method, as we are practicing, that nityam bhagavata. Nasta-prayesu abhadresu nityam bhagavata-sevaya. Bhagavata-sevaya. The book Bhagavata and the person bhagavata. Person bhagavata, the guru, is the symbolic representation of person bhagavata, whose life is bhagavata and book Bhagavata. 
So you have to serve TWO bhagavata, nityam bhagavata.....

Prabhupäda: (break) This is their business, çüdra business. Çüdra business. 

Çüdras, they have no knowledge. They commit mistake over and over. 

Therefore brähmaëa required to guide the kñatriya, the vaiçya and the çüdra. 

Therefore they are guru. 

Otherwise, they will commit mistake, more or less. 

It is practical. Just in your country, you have all elected Mr. Nixon as president, and again you are protesting. Why you are protesting? You have already elected him. What is the reasons?

Karandhara: Well, he's a rascal.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) That's all. This kind of election is rascal election. It has no meaning. Therefore the public must know whom to elect and how to elect. That should be our propaganda. Because nowadays it is democratic government, teach people how to select the real leader. Real leader means who does not commit mistake, who is not illusioned, who does not cheat and who has no imperfect senses, who has, or, other words, one who has got perfect senses. So if you say, "How it is possible for the conditioned soul?" "Yes, it is possible if you follow the perfect." Just like we are doing. We are following Kåñëa. He does not commit mistake, He is not illusioned, His senses are not imperfect, and He does not cheat. We are following. Therefore, although we are imperfect, because we are following the perfect, our proposition is perfect. A child may be illiterate, but when he's taught, "Write A like this," and he follows that, he becomes literate. This is the policy.

So here it is said that tataù parékñid dvija-varya-çikñayä: "He was educated and trained up by the best class of the brähmaëas," not by the çüdras. Çüdra's training, what he can become? He can become a rascal, that's all. 

The training was entrusted to the first-class brähmaëa, 

who is himself trained up 

to speak truth, satyaà çamo damaù, to remain clean, 

to become very simple in habit, 

to become master of knowledge, AND practical application. 

Such person should be the trainer, should be the teacher.

Evening Darsan                       February 25, 1977, Mayapur

Ghanaçyäma: (laughter) (break) They want to buy the book themself. (break) and sell them to individuals.
Prabhupäda: That I was proposing...

Satsvarüpa: This man, Ghanaçyäma...

Prabhupäda: I proposed to you?

Satsvarüpa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Next program.

Satsvarüpa: He is very expert at doing it. He thinks he can do it. But is it all right... There's still more universities to be done. The question is whether one man should be spared to try out this new field...

Prabhupäda: Yes. That I proposed.

Satsvarüpa: Yes. I know you did, many times.

Prabhupäda: Individual standing orders. Unlimited field.

Satsvarüpa: You told the method too. You first call up... First send out mail to some respectable person. Then a week later call him on the phone and ask if we can visit him--has he received our mailer, and now can we visit him? Try that.

Prabhupäda: What do you think, this idea?

Tripuräri: Well, we tried it a little bit in the United States, but I think that the major difficulty was getting the people to pay. They would pay, perhaps promise to pay, but then they wouldn't follow through. We were afraid they would cancel the order.

Prabhupäda: That you have to manage, how to collect. You give him in credit, but keep men also to collect.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Collection agency.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Then it will be successful. You can give it... Americans are expert to take in credit, but the banking arrangement is nice, that they get back. Similarly, you give them credit. They will take it and then make such machinery that it will be collected. Collected means to go and ask. Then it will be collected.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What do you have to do? Go and ask.

Prabhupäda: Go and ask. In India it is called takata. Takata(?) means "send men." If somebody owes money, you go and ask him. So he'll pay something. If not all, he'll pay. In this way realize.

Devotee (6): Çréla Prabhupäda? Currently there's only about six or eight people that are doing this type of work in Europe and then other parts of the world, excluding India. And if we were to start this program, there would be a necessity of more men that would have to be supplied...

Prabhupäda: As you are preaching, more men will come. Man will come; money will come. Everything will be all right. Kåñëa will supply.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.5.23        August 4, 1974, Våndävana

So this is Kåñëa's concern, to reclaim all these fallen souls. Therefore these are the opportunity. The yoginés, the yoginaù, they are traveling all over the world. Only during the rainy season they were resting. Not that in other seasons eating and sleeping only. No. Because in the rainy season, to travel, there is inconvenience, therefore only four months. So during the four months, wherever they stay, simply being served by somebody as, like a boy servant, they become delivered. There was no question of preaching. Simply giving the opportunity to serve, the fallen souls become delivered.

But you must be competent, not to take service for nothing. 

Then you'll go to hell. 

If you are actually in spiritual position, then by giving others little opportunity to serve you, he'll be delivered. No question of understanding the philosophy. A devotee must be so perfect.

Reporter of The Star         October 16, 1975, Johannesburg

Reporter: Yes, I will. But I want to know what will you tell the people.

Prabhupäda: These things in different way, that "Come to your pure knowledge and make your plan. Then you will be happy. And if your basic principle is wrong, then whatever plan you make, it is useless."

Reporter: Yes. But, you see, the thing that worries me is that how do people begin to understand that their basic principle might be wrong?

Prabhupäda: Just as one goes to a school and gradually he understands what is one, what is two, what is three, what is "two plus two equal to four," how to place. It is a question of learning, education.

Reporter: Yes, but this doesn't effect the ordinary man in the street, Your Grace.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Reporter: This doesn't effect the masses.

Puñöa Kåñëa: The mass of people, he says it doesn't effect them.

Prabhupäda: Mass of people will follow. Yad yad äcarati çreñöha [Bg. 3.21]. Just like everywhere, in politics there is in one leader and people follow him, so we want first-class leader. Then mass will follow. If the leaders are rascals and fools, then what will be result? Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù [SB 7.5.31]. If the leader is blind, how he can help other blind men? He must be  open eyes. Then he can lead thousands of blind men—"Come here." And if he is himself blind, then how he can help? That is wanted. One blind man... One open-eyes man is sufficient to lead many thousands of blind men. But if the leaders are also blind, then it is useless. He must be in perfect knowledge. That is wanted. We do not expect that mass of people will understand this philosophy. It is not possible. But at least the leaders, they must know how to lead people—the father, the teachers, the government, like that. Then people will follow.

Morning Walk                            July 9, 1974, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: Now if they say that the killing means murdering, that means the people amongst whom Christ was preaching, they were accustomed to kill men. So what class of men they were? What was the society? A society of murderers. So what they will understand about religion, a murderer? (pause) So go further or return?

Jayatértha: We should probably turn around now, Çréla Prabhupäda. (pause) If you're preaching honesty to a thief, you have to be careful that he's not stealing your watch in the meantime.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayatértha: If you're preaching honesty to a thief, he may steal your watch. So Jesus was trying to teach religion to murderers, so they murdered him.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Yes. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopäya na çäntaye. (aside:) Don't come very near. If you advise rascals, they'll be angry. No good result. Mürkhäyopadeço hi prakopäya na çäntaye, payaù-pänaà bhujaìgänäà kevalaà viña-vardhanam. 

So we have to become very strong preacher. 

Then this movement will stay.

Hådayänanda: Especially the leaders must preach.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Hådayänanda: Especially the leaders must preach.

Prabhupäda: And leaders means... If the leaders are good, then it will continue.

Bali Mardana: If they are not preaching, they are not leaders. They are bogus. (pause)

Prabhupäda: Leaders means
they should behave in such a way 

so that by following them, 

others will be benefitted.

That is leader. 
Guru-kåpa: Look out.

Jayatértha: Look out. Oh, the ocean is coming.

Prabhupäda: Our Juhu Beach is better than... Best in the world. You have not seen?

Jayatértha: I was there. Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. It's very beautiful.

Gurukrpa: What do you think of Jagannätha Puré Beach?

Prabhupäda: No, not so nice.

Guru-kåpa: Not so nice?

Prabhupäda: Juhu Beach is very nice. You can go up to one mile, so much water.

Kåñëa-känti: Up to the knee.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Kåñëa-känti: Just up to the knee?

Prabhupäda: Yes. And the waves are not so ferocious. It is coming. And the whole thing is clean, whole beach. Yes. And it is ten miles long. Therefore so many foreigners' hotels are there. (japa) (pause) When I was last here, Los Angeles, which chapter I was reading? Who knows? Which chapter of Bhägavata I was reading?

Guru-kåpa: Fifth?

Sudämä: The last time he was here?

Jayatértha: In Los Angeles you were reading in the Third Volume of the First Canto. I believe it was about...

Hådayänanda: About Arjuna, how Arjuna left the earth, how the Päëòavas retired.

Jayatértha: Ah, Päëòavas Retire, yes.

Prabhupäda: So from there we shall begin again. (japa) (long pause) If the people refuse to take Kåñëa consciousness, they'll never be happy. This is a fact. (pause) But if you present properly, they will take. That is a fact. The other day in San Francisco, there were about twelve to fifteen thousand men. They were hearing so patiently. They also applauded. And many came to my car, "Thank you, Prabhupäda. Thank you, Prabhupäda. Thank you, Prabhupäda." Said like that.

Bali Mardana: I've never seen so many young Americans sit for, listen to the lecture so attentively.

Prabhupäda: And religious, most dry subject. Not cinema.

Bali Mardana: The newspaper said that it was the most favorite festival of all San Francisco, of all the festivals.

Prabhupäda: So they have mentioned, "American Hindus." (chuckles) (pause) It is a dead blow to the material civilization: "No drinking and no intoxication, no meat-eating, no gambling, no illicit sex." Their whole civilization is finished. Because they stand on these things, four pillars.

Jayatértha: Yes.

Prabhupäda: They have no other...

Kåñëa-känti: Therefore we must present a better civilization.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Kåñëa-känti: We must present a better civilization.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not better or best. THE civilization. [  ]

Everything is all false, cheating. Everything, everything is cheating. Without this Kåñëa consciousness, all other consciousness, they're simply cheating. That is called mäyä, illusion. If you remain in any other consciousness except Kåñëa consciousness, that means you are in illusion. You are misguided. That is explained in the second verse of the First Canto. Dharmaù projjhita-kaitavo 'tra paramo nirmatsaräëäà satäà västava vastu vedyam atra: All kinds of cheating religious system is kicked out." That is the second verse. Projjhita, completely cleansed of all cheating type of religion. This, this has been translated into Bengali by these words,

påthivéte yäha kichu dharma näme cale
bhägavata kähe taha paripürëa chale
Whatever is going on throughout the whole world in the name of religion, Bhägavata, according to Bhägavata, they're all cheating. They're all cheating. Bhägavata kähe taha paripürëa chale. Chale means cheating.

Jayatértha: What exactly is the definition of a cheat?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Jayatértha: What is the definition of a cheat?

Prabhupäda: Cheat means that I am exploiting you. 

I am saying that I am creating you a religious, 

but  you are most sinful.  I am creating   a most   sinful. 

That is cheating.

Guru-kåpa: Giving something under false pretensions.

Prabhupäda: That's all. You are taking something else while thinking something else. That is cheating. Actually, we see the so-called religious system... Religion means to become lover of God. But who is lover of God? Do not know what is God, and what to speak of love Him. They do not know, have no clear conception of God even.

Jayatértha: They are lovers of dog.

Prabhupäda: And actually they are lovers of dog. And still, he's professing "I am religious." This is not cheating.

Hådayänanda: Yes, it's cheating. Imposter.

Prabhupäda: Sa vai puàsäà paro dharmo yato bhaktir adhokñaje. Unless one becomes a devotee of God, there is no question of religion. It is all cheating. By opening hospital, schools,... There are thousands upon thousands upon thousands upon thousands of years, the hospitals and schools are being opened, philanthropy. What is the result?

Bali Mardana: Atom bombs.

Prabhupäda: Atom bomb. Result is atom bomb.

Hådayänanda: You're the only one, Prabhupäda, who dares to criticize hospitals and schools. (laughter)

Prabhupäda: Yes, so many people came to request me... Even Dr. Ghosh. Eh? You know.

Satsvarüpa: He wanted you to open a medical dispensary.

Prabhupäda: "No, no, we are not going to waste our time in that way." I frankly told him. We have no extra time to waste like that. What he thinks very big project, we say it is waste of time. (laughter)

Jayatértha: Yes.

Hådayänanda: Jaya. It is a completely revolutionary idea.

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

I cannot allow anyone he's waste his valuable time of human life.

Guru-kåpa: You said before that the more hospitals they open that means the more people have to become sick.

Prabhupäda: That, more... Yes.

Guru-kåpa: To get in the hospital.

Prabhupäda: They are very much proud, "We have opened fifty hospitals." That means fifty thousand people have become sick. "We have increased so many beds." That means so many people have more increased their disease. But they're proud of doing this. Our poor-feeding and their poor-feeding is different. We give prasädam--by eating he'll become Kåñëaized. He'll become a devotee. And ordinary eating means he will eat and go to hell. Hare Kåñëa (japa) Kåñëotkértana-gäna-nartana-parau...
Kåñëa-känti: Jaya Prabhupäda.

Jayatértha: Jäyate. All glories to Çréla Prabhupäda. (end)

Morning Walk                             April 23, 1974, Hyderabad

Prabhupäda: Well, people are now shameless, you see? They are being kicked in so many ways. We are giving the prescription, "Here is the remedy," but they are not taking to it. But they will take it. Some of them will take it, provided you remain also ideal. If you become also degraded, then who will take it? Ideal character, ideal behavior, ideal preaching. People will appreciate. [break] ...pure character or position, people will take, in any condition. There may be revolution or no revolution. They will take it. [break] ...that our movement is actually good. They will take in any condition. That standard we must maintain. Somebody... Yes, Balavanta, when he was speaking against smoking, one candidate—he was important man—he was smoking. Immediately he wanted to hide. (laughter) So immediate effect was there. He understood that "Yes, this is bad habit." So people will take it, any condition, provided you are ideal. Äpani äcari prabhu jéveri çikñäya. That is Caitanya Mahäprabhu's movement. He teaches others by behaving Himself. "Example is better than precept." If you cannot rise early in the morning, then how can you ask others to rise early in the morning? What is the effect? There is no effect. 

We have got business early in the morning, to attend maìgala ärati. 

And if you sleep yourself and teach others, so who will take it? [break] ...we have introduced. Very, very simple thing. But still, if he cannot... [break]

 ...(indistinct) Mahäräja. He is, he admitted him, smärta paëòita, but he cannot rise early in the morning. Never. And he is imitating the smärta paëòitas. You know that? Smärta, and one pot, and this and that and äsana (laughing). And "I had some..., consult with some smärta paëòita," and
the real business, to rise early in the morning, he will never do.

He will never do. Brähmaëa.

Brähmaëa means he must rise early in the morning.
What kind of brähmaëa? Oh, he is coming. (laughs) Early in the morning at half past seven. If he walks early in the morning, all his disease will be cured. That he will not do. After all, everyone can do after performing maìgala ärati, take a morning walk. Bathing. [break] How did you know we were here?

Pradyumna: I asked (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you rise early and take a walk, all your ailments will be cured.

Room Conversation       April 27, 1976, Auckland, New Zealand

So let us try our best. What can be done? You also helping in this movement.

So don't spoil the movement by manufacturing ideas. Don't do that.

Go on in the standard way, keep yourself pure; then movement is sure to be successful.

But if you want to spoil it by whimsical, then what can be done? It will be spoiled.
If you manufacture whims and disagree and fight amongst yourself, then it will be another edition of these so-called movements. It will lose the spiritual strength. Always remember it. You cannot.... Now, actually, people are surprised: "What this Hare Kåñëa mantra has got power that it is changing so quickly?" And on the other hand, it is to be admitted, unless it has got power, how it is changing? So we have to keep that power. Don't make it an ordinary musical vibration. It is a different thing, spiritual. Although it seems like musical vibration, but it is spiritual, completely. Mantrauçadhi-vaça. Even, by mantra, the snakes can be charmed. So mantra is not ordinary sound vibration. So we have to keep the mantra in potency, potent, by offenseless chanting, by remaining pure. 

If you pollute the mantra, then it will lose its effect.

Prabhupäda: Not only one, you hundreds of temples construct. Village to village, town to.... At the same time, man. (ED: at least SAVE OURSELVES first and then we can preach to help others and maintain our temples). And it will revolutionize the whole rascal situation. At the present moment, it is rascal situation. They're simply satisfied by driving the motor.... putputputputputputputputput! (Prabhupäda makes the sound of a roaring motor). They are thinking, "Oh, how highly I am situated." All crazy. But this has been taught to them that "This is civilization. If you have got a motorcycle and you can come like the wild cat, (all laugh) then you are civilized." They are thinking how great civilized they are; we are thinking how wild cat he is. And what is the difference between wild cat and running dog and this motorcycle? Put-put? What is the difference?
Devotee (2): Nothing.

Prabhupäda: And they're taking it, highly civilized way of life. Where you are going? You cannot go beyond this earth. You attempted so much to go to the moon planet, you failed. And where you can go, put-put-put-put? You'll have to stay here. But that rascal does not understand. He thinks, "I am going very fast." Where you are going? You are destined to stay here. That he does not understand. Not only this put-put motorcycle, the put-put airplane also. They're also trying to go to this planet around, round. That sputnik, first sputnik, eighteen thousand miles, and they simply rounded over the world in one hour and twenty-five minutes. And where did you go? And when he's tired, then come down again. They cannot understand, these so-called scientists, that we cannot go in this way. There is higher authority. Why it will allow us to go anywhere? Just like the horse running fast, but within the race course. That's all. It cannot go beyond the race course. And similarly, however heroic expedition we may show, you are, what is called, baddha-jéva, conditioned. You cannot cross the condition, that is not possible. Ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate [Bg. 3.27]. A rascal, on account of his false prestige, he is thinking, "Oh, I am independent. I can do whatever I like." Vimüòhätmä, foolish, rascal. Müòha, not. Vimüòhätmä, "especially the rascal, a special rascal." Ordinary rascal is better than the special rascal. (laughs) So all these scientists, philosophers, and political leaders, they're all special rascal, they are.

Devotee (2): Vimüòha.

Prabhupäda: Ordinary man, they're simply rascal, and these rascals are special rascals.

Guru-kåpä: Vimüòhä nänupaçyanti paçyanti jïäna-cakñuñaù.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. Hmm. So don't be vimüòhas. Better remain müòha. Not special rascal. (end) (ED: read below)

Room Conversation and Interview with Ian Polsen        July 31, 1972, London

Prabhupäda: British Empire, when there was British Empire,

when they were getting money from all over the world,

somehow or other they constructed so many big, big buildings.
Now they are encouraging not so big, and now it is difficult to maintain it.
We can see practically that you have got so nice buildings in London, but it is not being properly maintained.

You haven't got sufficient means now to maintain them.
Therefore it was..., British Empire was for the time being that prosperity.
Now to keep up  your prestige you are concerned in so many ways. So anything you do in this material world, that is temporary. 

So many-Roman Empire, Moghul Empire, British Empire, Hitler Empire—

they came and gone. But my real problem is that I am eternal, so what I am doing for my eternal life? That is it. Temporarily I may become very rich or poor, it doesn't matter. But people are being taught, "Oh, you are poor? You become rich.'' That's all. Just like our India trying to imitate the Western world. But they do not see that in the Western world, in America, in Europe, why these young boys, they are rejecting this materialistic way of life? These boys have come to me because they have rejected, they don't like. Just like you are coming. Why you are surrendering to me? Because you are not satisfied. So our Indians, they do not see that "These men, they have already everything. Why they are rejecting?'' All facility. Because this will not give us real happiness. We are spirit soul. 

We cannot be happy simply by material opulence. That is not possible. 

This is Vedic civilization: how people will be happy. 

They can be happy simply by self-realization, spiritual realization, 

because he is spirit. 

Material advancement will never make us happy, that's a fact. 

People have not become happy. In India they say that we neglected this material side therefore. But actually that is not the fact. 

They have lost their own spiritual culture; therefore they are not... But still, whatever spiritual culture they have got, 

still they are happier than others, if I make comparative study. In India still in village you'll find a man with practically no income but he has got his happy home, good wife, a cottage, little bread, but he is happy. Here I see they have no home, no family life. Even ordinary necessities of life means eating, sleeping, sex life and defense. They have no fixed-up eating. In America, in the Bowery street, lying down on the street, drinking. So many. Here also in your country. Day and night, in India they are lying, suppose they are poverty stricken, lying on the street. Now why you are lying on the street? When I go to the park I see so many there. 
Our philosophy is that there is no necessity of wasting time for economic development. 

Be satisfied whatever Kåñëa has given you. That's all right. 

Be satisfied according to your position, save time, and be Kåñëa consciousness. 

That is the verdict of the çästra. 

Because your happiness and distress is already fixed up, according to the body you have got. You cannot change that. You cannot change that.

Morning Talk                                April 25, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: I can at least present. 

So, so many people are suffering for want of good leader throughout the whole world. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. 

They are in ignorance, and some rascals are leading them.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I think it would make...

Prabhupäda: And spoiling the chance of human life. Nature's law will go on. If somebody becomes next life a dog... There is possibility. These political leaders are like that. 

They are not trained up. Just like these dogs at night, they are very busy. 

Nobody has appointed them. 

But he is thinking, "I am in charge of this, watching." As soon as one dog will bark, all they, "Oh, gow! There is some important duty. Come on. Come on." And "Gow! Gow! Gow!" (laughs) And who has appointed him? They, all the politicians, are like that. Nobody likes... "Oh, oh, give me vote. Give me vote. I shall give you this arrangement." And barking amongst themselves, "Gow! Gow! Gow!" Therefore I said that the United Nations is an assembly of barking dogs. Actually that is. They cannot do anything. What they have achieved, the United Nations?

Room Conversation                May 3, 1976, Honolulu

Prabhupäda: No, I mean to say, I am not so important man. But it is the, this is the way of the law. If we become weak by factioning, then that is not good. We must be strong and... But you do not expect that this movement will be accepted. In India the so-called yogis, Rama Krishna Mission--they are also being afraid of. There are so many... But if we remain sincere, even we are feeble, new-born, nobody can kill us. That is a fact. Just like Kåñëa when He was three months old, attempt was made by Putanä to kill Him, but the Putanä was killed. A big demon, gigantic, six miles long, and what is killed by a small child playing on the..., sucking breast and sucking life. That is Kåñëa. So the other day I have explained that by guru, he is accepted as good as the Supreme Personality of Godhead. You have typed it?

Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Go on. Yes, arcye viñëau çilä-dhér guruñu nara-matiù. Naraké, if anyone thinks arca-vigraha, the Deities as made of stone, made of earth, or made of something material, and guru, the spiritual master, "He is an ordinary man"--these are forbidden. So why guru is to be considered säkñäd dharitvena samasta-çästrair, exactly (like) the Supreme Personality of Godhead? That reason is given there. That reason is that he is giving the Kåñëa knowledge; therefore he is as good as Kåñëa. Even though his family members or his friend thinking, "Oh, he has now become guru," still he should be considered the Supreme Personality of Godhead. That reason also given there, that even Kåñëa was taken as ordinary man, but does it mean that He has become ordinary? Similarly any..., our movement, it may appear just like other movement, but because the movement is giving Kåñëa, that means it is as good as Kåñëa. This is the example. Ajïäya haïa (follow the order- Krsna upadesa). It may appear to others... And there are so many movements, and the hippies have taken another say(?), but it is not that. It is actually Kåñëa. So long it adheres to the principle, "I'll enjoy, I'll be unaccepted(?)."

Otherwise  it is ordinary movement.

This same man, he's guru so long he gives the real knowledge of Kåñëa.

And the same man, he's ordinary man, as soon as he cannot give.
Same thing, just like a stone doll, when it is worshiped according to the regulative principles--Kåñëa. And the same doll, kept in the sculptor's showroom, it is stone.

So if we  keep our movement pure, then you are as strong as Kåñëa.

And as soon as you deviate from it, immediately, ordinary.

This is the secret.
Now it is up to us, how to keep it pure. Then no enemy can kill us. Nobody can kill you. That purity is wanted, then it will... So what is there difficulty? Their purity to kill him(?). Follow the rules and regulations, worship the Deity, and chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, as you have given, then you will remain as strong as Kåñëa.

And if we manufacture some idea also, that is no good.

Kåñëa cannot be manufactured; Kåñëa is Kåñëa. You cannot manufacture another form competitor of Kåñëa. That is no good. Then failure. Just like the, your one competitor came to, even in the lifetime of Kåñëa, Pauëòraka.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes.

Prabhupäda: With artificial four hands. You know that? (laughs) That is no (indistinct). This movement is actually the real movement to raise the human society. And if we create factions,

then the movement will be less strong and will not act very (indistinct)

Room Conversation                 Honolulu May 7,1976

Prabhupäda: So in this way... You are all intelligent, you can plan. The aim is how to distribute books. That is first consideration. (break) In Bhägavata it is very figuratively described that we have got this body and the different parts. Just like Arjuna is sitting on the chariot. There is chariot driver, there are horses, reins. There is field, and the arrow, and the bow. They have been figuratively. So this can be used for killing the enemies of our Kåñëa Consciousness and then give up all this paraphernalia, chariot, we... Just like after fighting, only victory, then you kill them. And similarly this body is there, the mind is there, the senses are there. So utilize it for conquering over this material existence. And then give up this body and go back to home.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Does the devotee, I mean just like you are always enthusing us to push on...

Prabhupäda: That is sharpening your weapons. That is also described. By serving the spiritual master, you keep your weapon always sharpened. And then take help from Kåñëa, the words of spiritual master sharpen weapon and yasya prasädad bhagavata..., and the spiritual master is happy, then Kåñëa immediately will help. He gives you strength. Suppose you got a sword, sharpened sword. But if you have no strength, what will you do with the sword? Kåñëa will give you the strength, how to fight and kill the enemies. Everything is described. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu (said) guru-kåñëa-kåpäya, make your weapon sharpened by the instruction of the spiritual master and then Kåñëa will give you strength, you'll be able to conquer. This figurative explanation I think last night I did. Here is a verse, acyuta bala, acyuta bala. Is Puñöa Kåñëa here?

Hari-çauri: (calls out) Puñöa Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: We are soldiers of Kåñëa, servants of Arjuna. Simply you will have to act accordingly, then you will finish up enemies. They have no power, although their number is hundred times. Just like Kurus and the Päëòavas. They have no power, yatra yogeçvaraù kåñëaù. Keep Kåñëa in your side, then everything will be successful. Tatra çrér vijayo bhütiù.

But he who discards scriptural injunctions and acts according to his own whims attains neither perfection, nor happiness, nor the supreme destination.

PURPORT

As described before, the çästra-vidhim, or the direction of the çästra, is given to the different castes and orders of human society. Everyone is expected to follow these rules and regulations. If one does not follow them and acts whimsically according to his lust, greed and desire, then he never will be perfect in his life. In other words, a man may theoretically know all these things, but if he does not apply them in his own life, then he is to be known as the lowest of mankind. In the human form of life, a living entity is expected to be sane and to follow the regulations given for elevating his life to the highest platform, but if he does not follow them, then he degrades himself. But even if he follows the rules and regulations and moral principles and ultimately does not come to the stage of understanding the Supreme Lord, then all his knowledge becomes spoiled. Therefore one should gradually raise himself to the platform of Kåñëa consciousness and devotional service; it is then and there that he can attain the highest perfectional stage, not otherwise.

The word käma-cärataù is very significant. 

A person who knowingly violates the rules acts in lust. 

He knows that this is forbidden, still he acts. 

This is called acting whimsically. 

He knows that this should be done, but still he does not do it; 

therefore he is called whimsical. 

Such persons are destined to be condemned by the Supreme Lord. Such persons cannot have the perfection which is meant for the human life. The human life is especially meant for purifying one's existence, and one who does not follow the rules and regulations cannot purify himself, nor can he attain the real stage of happiness.

One should understand what is duty and what is not duty by the regulations of the scriptures. 

Knowing such rules and regulations, 

one should act so that he may gradually be elevated.
BG 10.10

TRANSLATION

To those who are constantly devoted to serving Me with love, I give the understanding by which they can come to Me.

PURPORT

[ ]A person may have a bona fide spiritual master and may be attached to a spiritual organization, but if he is still not intelligent enough to make progress, then Kåñëa from within gives him instructions so that he may ultimately come to Him without difficulty. The qualification is that a person always engage himself in Kåñëa consciousness and with love and devotion render all kinds of services. He should perform some sort of work for Kåñëa, and that work should be with love. If a devotee is not intelligent enough to make progress on the path of self-realization but is sincere and devoted to the activities of devotional service, the Lord gives him a chance to make progress and ultimately attain to Him. [ ] 

ye yathä mäà prapadyante täàs tathaiva bhajämy aham

mama vartmänuvartante manuñyäù pärtha sarvaçaù

As all surrender unto Me, I reward them accordingly. Everyone follows My path in all respects, O son of Påthä.

Nectar Of Instruction Verse 4

dadäti pratigåhëäti guhyam äkhyäti påcchati

bhuìkte bhojayate caiva ñaò-vidhaà préti-lakñaëam

SYNONYMS

dadäti—gives charity; pratigåhëäti—accepts in return; guhyam—confidential topics; äkhyäti—explains; påcchati—enquires; bhuìkte—eats; bhojayate—feeds; ca—also; eva—certainly; ñaö-vidham—six kinds; préti—of love; lakñaëam—symptoms.

TRANSLATION

Offering gifts in charity, accepting charitable gifts, revealing one's mind in confidence, inquiring confidentially, accepting prasäda and offering prasäda are the six symptoms of love shared by one devotee and another.

PURPORT

In this verse Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé explains how to perform devotional activities in the association of other devotees. There are six kinds of activities: (1) giving charity to the devotees, (2) accepting from the devotees whatever they may offer in return, (3) opening one's mind to the devotees, (4) inquiring from them about the confidential service of the Lord, (5) honoring prasäda, or spiritual food, given by the devotees, and (6) feeding the devotees with prasäda. An experienced devotee explains, and an inexperienced devotee learns from him. This is guhyam äkhyäti påcchati. When a devotee distributes prasäda, remnants of food offered to the Supreme Personality of Godhead, in order to maintain our spirit of devotional service we must accept this prasäda as the Lord's grace received through the pure devotees. We should also invite pure devotees to our home, offer them prasäda and be prepared to please them in all respects. This is called bhuìkte bhojayate caiva. 

(Ed: please Srila Prabhupada by offering him what HE WANTS to offer to the Lord and must exclusively “accept this prasäda as the Lord's grace received through the pure devotees”: above)

Even in ordinary social activities, these six types of dealings between two loving friends are absolutely necessary. For instance, when one businessman wishes to contact another businessman he arranges a feast in a hotel, and over the feast openly expresses what he wishes to do. He then inquires from his business friend how he should act, and sometimes presents are exchanged. Thus whenever there is a dealing of préti, or love in intimate dealings, these six activities are executed. In the previous verse, Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé advised that one should renounce worldly association and keep company with the devotees (saìga-tyägät sato våtteù). The International Society for Krishna Consciousness has been established to facilitate these six kinds of loving exchanges between devotees. [ ]

In this regard, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura warns all devotees engaged in broadcasting the Kåñëa consciousness movement not to speak to the impersonalist Mäyävädés who are always determined to oppose such theistic movements. The world is full of Mäyävädés and atheists, and the political parties of the world take advantage of Mäyäväda and other atheistic philosophies to promote materialism. Sometimes they even back a strong party to oppose the Kåñëa consciousness movement. The Mäyävädés and other atheists do not want the Kåñëa consciousness movement to develop because it educates people in God consciousness. Such is the policy of the atheists. There is no benefit in feeding a snake milk and bananas because the snake will never be satisfied. On the contrary, by taking milk and bananas the snake simply becomes more poisonous (kevalaà viña-vardhanam). If a snake is given milk to drink, its poison simply increases. For a similar reason, we should not disclose our minds to the serpent Mäyävädés and karmés. Such disclosures will never help. It is best to avoid association with them completely and never ask them about anything confidential because they cannot give good advice. Nor should we extend invitations to Mäyävädés and atheists nor accept their invitations, for by such intimate intermingling we may become affected by their atheistic mentality (saìgät saïjäyate kämaù). It is the negative injunction of this verse that we should refrain from giving anything to or accepting anything from the Mäyävädés and atheists. Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu has also warned, viñayéra anna khäile duñöa haya mana: [Cc. Antya 6.278] 

"By eating food prepared by worldly people, one s mind becomes wicked. 

Unless one is very advanced, 

he is unable to utilize everyone's contribution to further the Kåñëa consciousness movement; 

therefore on principle one should not accept charity from the Mäyävädés or atheists. Indeed, Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu has forbidden devotees to associate even with ordinary men who are too addicted to material sense gratification.

The conclusion is that we should always keep company with devotees, observe the regulative devotional principles, follow in the footsteps of the äcäryas and in full obedience carry out the orders of the spiritual master. In this way we shall be able to develop our devotional service and dormant Kåñëa consciousness. The devotee who is neither a neophyte nor a mahä-bhägavata (a greatly advanced devotee) but is within the middle status of devotional service is expected to love the Supreme Personality of Godhead, make friends with the devotees, show favor to the ignorant and reject the jealous and demoniac. In this verse there is brief mention of the process of making loving transactions with the Supreme Personality of Godhead and making friends with the devotees. According to the dadäti principle, an advanced devotee is supposed to spend at least fifty percent of his income on the service of the Lord and His devotees. Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé has set such an example in his life. When he decided to retire, he distributed fifty percent of his life's earnings to Kåñëa's service and twenty-five percent to his relatives and kept twenty-five percent for personal emergencies. This example should be followed by all devotees. Whatever one's income, fifty percent should be spent on behalf of Kåñëa and His devotees, and this will fulfill the demands of dadäti.

In the next verse, Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé informs us what kind of Vaiñëava should be selected as a friend and how Vaiñëavas should be served. 

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 2.3.24      Los Angeles, June 22, 1972

Even, say, 2,000 years ago or little more, there was Cäëakya Paëòita. Cäëakya Paëòita, he was a brähmaëa, but great politician. His politics are studied even now in M.A. class. And because he was a great politician, diplomat, under his name in our India, in New Delhi, the capital, there is a neighborhood which is called Cäëakya Puré, and all the foreign embassies are there.

Your American embassy is also there. So he was a great politician. But still, he was living in a cottage. He was not accepting any salary because he was brähmaëa. 

Brähmaëa cannot accept any salary. 

Just like you have accepted me as your äcärya, but you do not pay me any salary. This is forbidden. The teacher will not accept salary. 

Then he comes down to the çüdra platform. 

The çüdra accepts salary. "I serve you, you pay me." 

And the brähmaëa will distribute knowledge freely, 

and the kñatriya will give protection to the brähmaëa. 

This is the system of Vedic system. 

Even in fifty years ago, education in India, there was no charges. A learned brähmaëa will sit down in corner of a neighborhood and all the children will come there. They will learn primary education. And the parents of the children will send, somebody will send rice, somebody will send òäl... Just like we are maintaining, by collecting. Not here, but in Bombay, our center is collecting and distributing.

The whole system was that. 

Love exchange. 

I give you some service; you give me something, out of your love. Dadäti pratigåhëäti. Love means six symptoms. I give you something, you give me something. I give you something for eating, you also give me something for eating. Dadäti pratigåhëäti bhuìkte bhojayate, guhyam äkhyäti påcchati. If I am in trouble, I express my mind, I open my mind before you, and you also try to help me. These are the six signs of love. 

That is Vedic

Nectar of Instruction Verse 5

kåñëeti yasya giri taà manasädriyeta

dékñästi cet praëatibhiç ca bhajantam éçam

çuçrüñayä bhajana-vijïam ananyam anya-

nindädi-çünya-hådam épsita-saìga-labdhyä

SYNONYMS

kåñëa—the holy name of Lord Kåñëa; iti—thus; yasya—of whom; giri—in the words or speech; tam—him; manasä—by the mind; ädriyeta—one must honour; dékñä—initiation; asti—there is; cet—if; praëatibhiù—by obeisances; ca—also; bhajantam—engaged in devotional service; éçam—unto the Supreme Personality of Godhead; çuçrüñayä—by practical service; bhajana-vijïam—one who is advanced in devotional service; ananyam—without deviation; anya-nindä-ädi—of blasphemy of others, etc;; çünya—completely devoid; hådam—whose heart; épsita—desirable; saìga—association; labdhyä—by gaining.

TRANSLATION

One should mentally honor the devotee who chants the holy name of Lord Kåñëa, one should offer humble obeisances to the devotee who has undergone spiritual initiation [dékñä] and is engaged in worshiping the Deity, and one should associate with and faithfully serve that pure devotee who is advanced in undeviated devotional service and whose heart is completely devoid of the propensity to criticize others.

PURPORT

In order to intelligently apply the sixfold loving reciprocations mentioned in the previous verse, one must select proper persons with careful discrimination. Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé therefore advises that we should meet with the Vaiñëavas in an appropriate way, according to their particular status. In this verse he tells us how to deal with three types of devotees—the kaniñöha-adhikäré, madhyama-adhikäré and uttama-adhikäré. The kaniñöha-adhikäré is a neophyte who has received the hari-näma initiation from the spiritual master and is trying to chant the holy name of Kåñëa. One should respect such a person within his mind as a kaniñöha-vaiñëava. A madhyama-adhikäré has received spiritual initiation from the spiritual master and has been fully engaged by him in the transcendental loving service of the Lord. The madhyama-adhikäré should be considered to be situated midway in devotional service. The uttama-adhikäré, or highest devotee, is one who is very advanced in devotional service. An uttama-adhikäré is not interested in blaspheming others, his heart is completely clean, and he has attained the realized state of unalloyed Kåñëa consciousness. According to Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé, the association and service of such a mahä-bhägavata, or perfect Vaiñëava, are most desirable.

One should not remain a kaniñöha-adhikäré, one who is situated on the lowest platform of devotional service and is interested only in worshiping the Deity in the temple. Such a devotee is described in the Eleventh Canto of Çrémad-Bhägavatam (11.2.47):

arcäyäm eva haraye

püjäà yaù çraddhayehate

na tad-bhakteñu cänyeñu

sa bhaktaù präkåtaù småtaù

"A person who is very faithfully engaged in the worship of the Deity in the temple, but who does not know how to behave toward devotees or people in general is called a präkåta-bhakta, or kaniñöha-adhikäri."

One therefore has to raise himself from the position of kaniñöha-adhikäré to the platform of madhyama-adhikäré. The madhyama-adhikäré is described in Çrémad-Bhägavatam (11.2.46) in this way:

éçvare tad-adhéneñu

bäliçeñu dviñatsu ca

prema-maitré-kåpopekñä

yaù karoti sa madhyamaù

"The madhyama-adhikäré is a devotee who worships the Supreme Personality of Godhead as the highest object of love, makes friends with the Lord's devotees, is merciful to the ignorant and avoids those who are envious by nature."

This is the way to cultivate devotional service properly; therefore in this verse Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé has advised us how to treat various devotees. We can see from practical experience that there are different types of Vaiñëavas. The präkåta-sahajiyäs generally chant the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, yet they are attached to women, money and intoxication. Although such persons may chant the holy name of the Lord, they are not yet properly purified. Such people should be respected within one's mind, but their association should be avoided. Those who are innocent but simply carried away by bad association should be shown favor if they are eager to receive proper instructions from pure devotees, but those neophyte devotees who are actually initiated by the bona fide spiritual master and are seriously engaged in carrying out the orders of the spiritual master should be offered respectful obeisances.

In this Kåñëa consciousness movement a chance is given to everyone without discrimination of caste, creed or color. Everyone is invited to join this movement, sit with us, take prasäda and hear about Kåñëa. When we see that someone is actually interested in Kåñëa consciousness and wants to be initiated, we accept him as a disciple for the chanting of the holy name of the Lord. When a neophyte devotee is actually initiated and engaged in devotional service by the orders of the spiritual master, he should be accepted immediately as a bona fide Vaiñëava, and obeisances should be offered unto him. Out of many such Vaiñëavas, one may be found to be very seriously engaged in the service of the Lord and strictly following all the regulative principles, chanting the prescribed number of rounds on japa beads and always thinking of how to expand the Kåñëa consciousness movement. Such a Vaiñëava should be accepted as an uttama-adhikäré, a highly advanced devotee, and his association should always be sought.

The process by which a devotee becomes attached to Kåñëa is described in Caitanya-caritämåta (Antya 4.192):

dékñä-käle bhakta kare ätma-samarpaëa

sei-käle kåñëa täre kare ätma-sama

"At the time of initiation, when a devotee fully surrenders to the service of the Lord, Kåñëa accepts him to be as good as He Himself."

Dékñä, or spiritual initiation, is explained in the Bhakti-sandarbha (868) by Çréla Jéva Gosvämé:

divyaà jïänaà yato dadyät

kuryät päpasya saìkñayam

tasmäd dékñeti sä proktä

deçikais tattva-kovidaiù

"By dékñä one gradually becomes disinterested in material enjoyment and gradually becomes interested in spiritual life."

We have seen many practical examples of this, especially in Europe and America. Many students who come to us from rich and respectable families quickly lose all interest in material enjoyment and become very eager to enter into spiritual life. Although they come from very wealthy families, many of them accept living conditions that are not very comfortable. Indeed, for Kåñëa's sake they are prepared to accept any living condition as long as they can live in the temple and associate with the Vaiñëavas. When one becomes so disinterested in material enjoyment, he becomes fit for initiation by the spiritual master. For the advancement of spiritual life Çrémad-Bhägavatam (6.1.13) prescribes: tapasä brahmacaryeëa çamena ca damena ca. When a person is serious about accepting dékñä, he must be prepared to practice austerity, celibacy and control of the mind and body. If one is so prepared and is desirous of receiving spiritual enlightenment (divyaà jïänam), he is fit for being initiated. Divyaà jïänam is technically called tad-vijïäna, or knowledge about the Supreme. Tad-vijïänärthaà sa gurum eväbhigacchet: [MU 1.2.12] when one is interested in the transcendental subject matter of the Absolute Truth, he should be initiated. Such a person should approach a spiritual master in order to take dékñä. Çrémad-Bhägavatam (11.3.21) also prescribes: tasmäd guruà prapadyeta jijïäsuù çreya uttamam. "When one is actually interested in the transcendental science of the Absolute Truth, he should approach a spiritual master."

One should not accept a spiritual master without following his instructions. Nor should one accept a spiritual master just to make a fashionable show of spiritual life. One must be jijïäsu, very much inquisitive to learn from the bona fide spiritual master. The inquiries one makes should strictly pertain to transcendental science (jijïäsuù çreya uttamam). The word uttamam refers to that which is above material knowledge. Tama means "the darkness of this material world," and ut means "transcendental." Generally people are very interested in inquiring about mundane subject matters, but when one has lost such interest and is simply interested in transcendental subject matters, he is quite fit for being initiated. When one is actually initiated by the bona fide spiritual master and when he seriously engages in the service of the Lord, he should be accepted as a madhyama-adhikäré.

The chanting of the holy names of Kåñëa is so sublime that if one chants the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra offenselessly, carefully avoiding the ten offenses, he can certainly be gradually elevated to the point of understanding that there is no difference between the holy name of the Lord and the Lord Himself. One who has reached such an understanding should be very much respected by neophyte devotees. One should know for certain that without chanting the holy name of the Lord offenselessly, one cannot be a proper candidate for advancement in Kåñëa consciousness. In Çré Caitanya-caritämåta (Madhya 22.69) it is said:

yähära komala çraddhä, se 'kaniñöha' jana

krame krame teìho bhakta ha-ibe 'uttama'

"One whose faith is soft and pliable is called a neophyte, but by gradually following the process, he will rise to the platform of a first-class devotee." Everyone begins his devotional life from the neophyte stage, 

but if one properly finishes chanting the prescribed number of rounds of hari-näma, 

he is elevated step by step to the highest platform, uttama-adhikäré. 

The Kåñëa consciousness movement prescribes sixteen rounds daily because people in the Western countries cannot concentrate for long periods while chanting on beads. Therefore the minimum number of rounds is prescribed. However, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura used to say that unless one chants at least sixty-four rounds of japa (one hundred thousand names), he is considered fallen (patita). According to his calculation, practically every one of us is fallen, but because we are trying to serve the Supreme Lord with all seriousness and without duplicity, we can expect the mercy of Lord Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, who is famous as patita-pävana, the deliverer of the fallen.

When Çréla Satyaräja Khän, a great devotee of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, asked the Lord how a Vaiñëava could be recognized, the Lord replied:

prabhu kahe,—"yäìra mukhe çuni eka-bära

kåñëa-näma, sei püjya,—çreñöha sabäkära"

"If one hears a person say even once the word 'Kåñëa,' that person should be accepted as the best man out of the common group." (Cc. Madhya 15.106) Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu continued:

"ataeva yäìra mukhe eka kåñëa-näma

sei ta 'vaiñëava, kariha täìhära sammäna"

"One who is interested in chanting the holy name of Kåñëa or who by practice likes to chant Kåñëa's names should be accepted as a Vaiñëava and offered respects as such, at least within one's mind." (Cc. Madhya 15.111) One of our friends, a famous English musician, has become attracted to chanting the holy names of Kåñëa, and even in his records he has several times mentioned the holy name of Kåñëa. At his home he offers respect to pictures of Kåñëa and also to the preachers of Kåñëa consciousness. In all regards, he has a very high estimation for Kåñëa's name and Kåñëa's activities; therefore we offer respects to him without reservation, for we are actually seeing that this gentleman is advancing gradually in Kåñëa consciousness. Such a person should always be shown respect. The conclusion is that anyone who is trying to advance in Kåñëa consciousness by regularly chanting the holy name should always be respected by Vaiñëavas. On the other hand, we have witnessed that some of our contemporaries who are supposed to be great preachers have gradually fallen into the material conception of life because they have failed to chant the holy name of the Lord.

While giving instructions to Sanätana Gosvämé, Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu divided devotional service into three categories.

çästra-yukti nähi jäne dåòha, çraddhävän

'madhyama-adhikäré' sei mahä-bhägyavän

"A person whose conclusive knowledge of the çästras is not very strong but who has developed firm faith in chanting the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra and who is also undeterred in the execution of his prescribed devotional service should be considered a madhyama-adhikäré. Such a person is very fortunate." (Cc. Madhya 22.67) A madhyama-adhikäré is a çraddhävän, a staunchly faithful person, and he is actually a candidate for further advancement in devotional service. Therefore in the Caitanya-caritämåta (Madhya 22.64) it is said:

çraddhävän jana haya bhakti-adhikäré

'uttama', 'madhyama', 'kaniñöha'—çraddhä-anusäré

"One becomes qualified as a devotee on the elementary platform, the intermediate platform and the highest platform of devotional service according to the development of his çraddhä [faith]." Again in Caitanya-caritämåta (Madhya 22.62) it is said:

'çraddhä'-çabde—viçväsa kahe sudåòha niçcaya

kåñëe bhakti kaile sarva-karma kåta haya

" 'By rendering transcendental service to Kåñëa, one automatically performs all subsidiary activities.' This confident, firm faith, favorable to the discharge of devotional service, is called çraddhä." Çraddhä, faith in Kåñëa, is the beginning of Kåñëa consciousness. Faith means strong faith. The words of Bhagavad-gétä are authoritative instructions for faithful men, and whatever Kåñëa says in Bhagavad-gétä is to be accepted as it is, without interpretation. This was the way Arjuna accepted Bhagavad-gétä. After hearing Bhagavad-gétä, Arjuna told Kåñëa: sarvam etad åtaà manye yan mäà vadasi keçava. "O Kåñëa, I totally accept as truth all that You have told me." (Bg. 10.14)

This is the correct way of understanding Bhagavad-gétä, and this is called çraddhä. It is not that one accepts a portion of Bhagavad-gétä according to his own whimsical interpretations and then rejects another portion. This is not çraddhä. Çraddhä means accepting the instructions of Bhagavad-gétä in their totality, especially the last instruction: sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. "Abandon all varieties of religion and just surrender unto Me." (Bg. 18.66) When one becomes completely faithful in regard to this instruction, one's strong faith becomes the basis for advancing in spiritual life.

When one fully engages in chanting the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, he gradually realizes his own spiritual identity. Unless one faithfully chants the Hare Kåñëa mantra, Kåñëa does not reveal Himself: sevonmukhe hi jihvädau svayam eva sphuraty adaù.  [Brs. 1.2.234] We cannot realize the Supreme Personality of Godhead by any artificial means. We must engage faithfully in the service of the Lord. Such service begins with the tongue (sevonmukhe hi jihvädau), which means that we should always chant the holy names of the Lord and accept kåñëa-prasäda. We should not chant or accept anything else. When this process is faithfully followed, the Supreme Lord reveals Himself to the devotee.

When a person realizes himself to be an eternal servitor of Kåñëa, he loses interest in everything but Kåñëa's service. Always thinking of Kåñëa, devising means by which to spread the holy name of Kåñëa, he understands that his only business is in spreading the Kåñëa consciousness movement all over the world. Such a person is to be recognized as an uttama-adhikäré, and his association should be immediately accepted according to the six processes (dadäti pratigåhëäti, etc.). Indeed, the advanced uttama-adhikäré Vaiñëava devotee should be accepted as a spiritual master. Everything one possesses should be offered to him, for it is enjoined that one should deliver whatever he has to the spiritual master. The brahmacäré in particular is supposed to beg alms from others and offer them to the spiritual master. However, one should not imitate the behavior of an advanced devotee or mahä-bhägavata without being self-realized, for by such imitation one will eventually become degraded.

In this verse Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé advises the devotee to be intelligent enough to distinguish between the kaniñöha-adhikäré, madhyama-adhikäré and uttama-adhikäré. The devotee should also know his own position and should not try to imitate a devotee situated on a higher platform. Çréla Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura has given some practical hints to the effect that an uttama-adhikäré Vaiñëava can be recognized by his ability to convert many fallen souls to Vaiñëavism. One should not become a spiritual master unless he has attained the platform of uttama-adhikäré. A neophyte Vaiñëava or a Vaiñëava situated on the intermediate platform can also accept disciples, but such disciples must be on the same platform, and it should be understood that they cannot advance very well toward the ultimate goal of life under his insufficient guidance. Therefore a disciple should be careful to accept an uttama-adhikäré as a spiritual master. 

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.36      Tokyo, January 30, 1974

But when one leaves a spiritual master, the spiritual master, there may be some reason. That reason is also given in the çästra, gurur api avaliptasya käryäkäryam ajänataù(?). Kärya  akärya If the spiritual master does not know what is actually to be done, what is actually not to be done, and he acts against the rules and regulations of the çästra, then such spiritual master may be given up. But so long you do not find the spiritual master is doing against the principles of çästra or guru, then if you give up the company of spiritual master, that is not good for you. That is your downfall. First of all, you must take sufficient time to study the movements of a spiritual master. Spiritual master is one—the spiritual master. Because there may be many spiritual master, but if their business is one—to satisfy Kåñëa—although they're many, they're one. Although they're many, they are still one. The principle is one: to satisfy Kåñëa. Such is the position of spiritual master, that yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù: if you try to please your spiritual master, then God, Kåñëa, becomes pleased. That is natural.

Parasara Samhita 

12/48. A piece of land, upon which may stand, without being closely tied, a hundred cows, and a single bull — ten times the area of such a field -is called a gocharma (cow's hide) of land.
12/49. By making a gift of a gocharma quantity of land, a person is freed from all sins, such as the killing of a Brahmana, and like other sins, which he may have com- mitted, by word of mouth, or in thought, or in deed.

The brähmaëas were well qualified, and since none of them were rich, their family members were always in want for the necessities of life. A real brähmaëa never hoards money for a luxurious life, like the kñatriyas or the vaiçyas, but always keeps himself poverty-stricken, 

knowing that money diverts the mind to materialistic ways of life. 

To live in this way is the vow of a qualified brähmaëa, and all of these brähmaëas were well situated in that exalted vow. They were well learned in Vedic knowledge. They executed the required austerities and penances in their lives and were liberal, meeting the standard of qualified brähmaëas. They were equally friendly to everyone; above all, they were young and quite fit to act as qualified brähmaëas. Besides the cows, they were also given land, gold, houses, horses and elephants. Those who were not married were given wives, maidservants, grain, silver, utensils, garments, jewels, household furniture, chariots, etc. This charity was nicely performed as a sacrifice according to the Vedic rituals. The King also stated that not only had he bestowed gifts upon the brähmaëas, but he had performed other pious activities, such as digging wells, planting trees on the roadside and installing ponds along the highways.

The King continued: “In spite of all this, unfortunately one of the brähmaëas’ cows that I had given in charity chanced to enter amongst my other cows. Not knowing this, I again gave it in charity, to another brähmaëa. As the cow was being taken away by this brähmaëa, its former master claimed it as his own, stating, ‘This cow was formerly given to me, so how is it that you are taking it away?’ Thus there was arguing and fighting between the two brähmaëas, and they came before me and charged that I had taken back a cow I had previously given in charity.” To give something to someone and then to take it back is considered a great sin, especially in dealing with a brähmaëa. When both brähmaëas charged the King with the same complaint, he was simply puzzled as to how it had happened. Thereafter, with great humility, the King offered each of them 100,000 cows in exchange for the one cow that was causing the fight between them. He prayed to them that he was their servant and that there had been some mistake. Thus, in order to rectify it, he prayed that they be very kind upon him and accept his offer in exchange for the cow. The King fervently appealed to the brähmaëas not to cause his downfall into hell because of this mistake. A brähmaëa’s property is called brahma-sva, and according to Manu’s law it cannot be acquired even by the government. Both brähmaëas, however, insisted that the cow was theirs and could not be taken back under any condition; neither of them agreed to exchange it for the 100,000 cows. Thus disagreeing with the King’s proposal, the two brähmaëas left the place in anger, thinking that their lawful possession had been usurped. [ ]

At this time, Lord Kåñëa was present among His relatives who were members of the kñatriya class. To teach them through the exemplary character of King Någa, He said, “Even though a kñatriya king may be as powerful as fire, it is not possible for him to usurp the property of a brähmaëa and utilize it for his own purpose. If this is so, how can ordinary kings, who falsely think themselves the most powerful beings within the material world, usurp a brähmaëa’s property? I do not think that taking poison is as dangerous as taking a brähmaëa’s property. For ordinary poison there is treatment—one can be relieved from its effects—but if one drinks the poison of taking a brähmaëa’s property, there is no remedy for the mistake. The perfect example is King Någa. He was very powerful and very pious, but due to the small mistake of unknowingly usurping a brähmaëa’s cow, he was condemned to the abominable life of a lizard. Ordinary poison affects only those who drink it, and ordinary fire can be extinguished simply by pouring water on it, but the araëi fire ignited by the spiritual potency of a brähmaëa who is dissatisfied can burn to ashes the whole family of a person who provokes such a brähmaëa. [Formerly, the brähmaëas used to ignite the fire of sacrifice not with matches or any other external fire but with their powerful mantras, called araëi.] If someone even touches a brähmaëa’s property, his family is ruined for three generations. However, if a brähmaëa’s property is forcibly taken away, the taker’s family for ten generations before him and ten generations after will be subject to ruination. On the other hand, if someone becomes a pure Vaiñëava, or devotee of the Lord, ten generationsof his family before his birth and ten generations after will be liberated.”

Lord Kåñëa continued: “If some foolish king who is puffed up by his wealth, prestige and power wants to usurp a brähmaëa’s property, he should be understood to be clearing his path to hell; he does not know how much he has to suffer for such an unwise act. If someone takes away the property of a very liberal brähmaëa who is encumbered by a large dependent family, then such a usurper is put into the hell known as Kumbhépäka; not only is he put into this hell, but his family members also have to accept such a miserable condition of life. A person who takes away a brähmaëa’s property, whether it was originally given by him or by someone else, is condemned to live for at least sixty thousand years as a miserable insect in stool. Therefore I instruct you; all My boys and relatives present here, do not, even by mistake, take the possession of a brähmaëa and thereby pollute your whole family. If someone even wishes to possess such property, let alone attempts to take it away by force, the duration of his life will be reduced. He will be defeated by his enemies, and after being bereft of his royal position, when he gives up his body he will become a serpent, giving trouble to all other living entities. My dear boys and relatives, I therefore advise you that even if a brähmaëa becomes angry with you and calls you by ill names or curses you, still you should not retaliate. On the contrary, you should smile, tolerate him and offer your respects to the brähmaëa. You know very well that even I Myself offer My obeisances to the brähmaëas with great respect three times daily. You should therefore follow My instruction and example. I shall not forgive anyone who does not follow them, and I shall punish him. You should learn from the example of King Någa that even if someone unknowingly usurps the property of a brähmaëa, he is put into a miserable condition of life.”

Thus Lord Kåñëa, who is always engaged in purifying the conditioned living entities, gave instruction not only to His family members and the inhabitants of Dvärakä but to all the members of human society. After this, the Lord entered His palace.

Thus ends the Bhaktivedanta purport of the Sixty-fourth Chapter of Kåñëa, “The Story of King Någa.”

S.B.9.6.49

TRANSLATION

Thereafter, one day while Saubhari Muni, who was expert in chanting mantras, was sitting in a secluded place, he thought to himself about the cause of his falldown, which was simply that he had associated himself with the sexual affairs of the fish.

PURPORT

Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura remarks that Saubhari Muni had fallen from his austerity because of a vaiñëava-aparädha. The history is that when Garuòa wanted to eat fish, Saubhari Muni unnecessarily gave the fish shelter under his care. Because Garuòa's plans for eating were disappointed, Saubhari Muni certainly committed a great offense to a Vaiñëava. Because of this vaiñëava-aparädha, an offense at the lotus feet of a Vaiñëava, Saubhari Muni fell from his exalted position of mystic tapasya. One should not, therefore, impede the activities of a Vaiñëava. This is the lesson we must learn from this incident concerning Saubhari Muni.

ahni äpåtam—being very engaged during the daytime; niçi—at night; çayänam—lying down; atiçrameëa—because of hard labor; lokam—planet; vikuëöham—the spiritual sky; upaneñyati—He awarded; gokulam—the highest planet; sma—certainly.

TRANSLATION

…Also, to the inhabitants of Våndävana, who were busy working during daytime and sleeping soundly at night because of their hard labor in the day, Lord Kåñëa awarded promotion to the highest planet in the spiritual sky. All these acts are transcendental and certainly prove without any doubt His Godhood.

PURPORT

Here it is clearly mentioned that the inhabitants of Våndävana were extensively busy in the hard labor of their day's work, and due to the day's hard labor they were engaged in sound sleep at night. So practically they had very little time to devote to meditation or to the other paraphernalia of spiritual activities. But factually they were engaged in the highest spiritual activities only. Everything done by them was spiritualized because everything was dovetailed in their relationship with Lord Çré Kåñëa. The central point of activities was Kåñëa, and as such the so-called activities in the material world were saturated with spiritual potency. That is the advantage of the way of bhakti-yoga. One should discharge one's duty on Lord Kåñëa's behalf, and all one's actions will be saturated with Kåñëa thought, the highest pattern of trance in spiritual realization.

SB 10.12. 17

TRANSLATION

All the boys would be differently engaged. Some boys blew their flutes, and others blew bugles made of horn. Some imitated the buzzing of the bumblebees, and others imitated the voice of the cuckoo. Some boys imitated flying birds by running after the birds' shadows on the ground, some imitated the beautiful movements and attractive postures of the swans, some sat down with the ducks, sitting silently, and others imitated the dancing of the peacocks. Some boys attracted young monkeys in the trees, some jumped into the trees, imitating the monkeys, some made faces as the monkeys were accustomed to do, and others jumped from one branch to another. Some boys went to the waterfalls and crossed over the river, jumping with the frogs, and when they saw their own reflections on the water they would laugh. They would also condemn the sounds of their own echoes. In this way, all the cowherd boys used to play with Kåñëa, who is the source of the Brahman effulgence for jïänés desiring to merge into that effulgence, who is the Supreme Personality of Godhead for devotees who have accepted eternal servitorship, and who for ordinary persons is but another ordinary child. The cowherd boys, having accumulated the results of pious activities for many lives, were able to associate in this way with the Supreme Personality of Godhead. How can one explain their great fortune?

PURPORT: (Ed: bring up in the Vedabase for the rest of verse, context and links.)

As recommended by Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé, tasmät kenäpy upäyena manaù kåñëe niveçayet (Bhakti-rasämåta-sindhu 1.2.4) [SB 7.1.32]. Somehow or other, whether one thinks of Kåñëa as an ordinary human child, as the source of the Brahman effulgence, as the origin of Paramätmä, or as the Supreme Personality of Godhead, one should concentrate one's full attention upon the lotus feet of Kåñëa. That is also the instruction of Bhagavad-gétä (18.66): sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja. Çrémad-Bhägavatam is the easiest way of directly approaching Kåñëa. Éçvaraù sadyo hådy avarudhyate 'tra kåtibhiù çuçrüñubhis tat-kñaëät (SB 1.1.2). Diverting even a little of one's attention toward Kåñëa and activities in Kåñëa consciousness immediately enables one to achieve the highest perfection of life. This is the purpose of the Kåñëa consciousness movement. Lokasyäjänato vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm (SB 1.7.6). The secret of success is unknown to people in general, and therefore Çréla Vyäsadeva, being compassionate toward the poor souls in this material world, especially in this age of Kali, has given us the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Çrémad-bhägavataà puräëam amalaà yad vaiñëavänäà priyam (SB 12.13.18). For Vaiñëavas who are somewhat advanced, or who are fully aware of the glories and potencies of the Lord, Çrémad-Bhägavatam is a beloved Vedic literature. After all, we have to change this body (tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13]). If we do not care about Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam, we do not know what the next body will be. But if one adheres to these two books—Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam—one is sure to obtain the association of Kåñëa in the next life (tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti so 'rjuna [Bg. 4.9]). Therefore, distribution of Çrémad-Bhägavatam all over the world is a great welfare activity for theologians, philosophers, transcendentalists and yogés (yoginäm api sarveñäm [Bg. 6.47]), as well as for people in general. Janma-läbhaù paraù puàsäm ante näräyaëa-småtiù (SB 2.1.6): if we can somehow or other remember Kåñëa, Näräyaëa, at the end of life, our life will be successful.

SYNONYMS

gäm—the cow; ca—also; dharma-dughäm—beneficial because one can draw religion from her; dénäm—now rendered poor; bhåçam—distressed; çüdra—the lower caste; pada-ähatäm—beaten on the legs; vivatsäm—without any calf; äçru-vadanäm—with tears in her eyes; kñämäm—very weak; yavasam—grass; icchatém—as if desiring to have some grass to eat.

TRANSLATION

Although the cow is beneficial because one can draw religious principles from her, she was now rendered poor and calfless. Her legs were being beaten by a çüdra. There were tears in her eyes, and she was distressed and weak. She was hankering after some grass in the field.

PURPORT

The next symptom of the age of Kali is the distressed condition of the cow. Milking the cow means drawing the principles of religion in a liquid form. The great åñis and munis would live only on milk. Çréla Çukadeva Gosvämé would go to a householder while he was milking a cow, and he would simply take a little quantity of it for subsistence. Even fifty years ago, no one would deprive a sädhu of a quart or two of milk, and every householder would give milk like water. For a Sanätanist (a follower of Vedic principles) it is the duty of every householder to have cows and bulls as household paraphernalia, not only for drinking milk, but also for deriving religious principles. The Sanätanist worships cows on religious principles and respects brähmaëas. The cow's milk is required for the sacrificial fire, and by performing sacrifices the householder can be happy. The cow's calf not only is beautiful to look at, but also gives satisfaction to the cow, and so she delivers as much milk as possible. But in the Kali-yuga, the calves are separated from the cows as early as possible for purposes which may not be mentioned in these pages of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. The cow stands with tears in her eyes, the çüdra milkman draws milk from the cow artificially, and when there is no milk the cow is sent to be slaughtered. 
These greatly sinful acts are responsible for all the troubles in present society.

People do not know  what they are doing  in the name of economic development.

The influence of Kali will keep them in the darkness of ignorance.

Despite all endeavors for peace and prosperity, they must try to see
the cows and the bulls happy in all respects.

Foolish people  do not know  how one earns happiness by making the cows and bulls happy, but it is a fact by the law of nature. Let us take it from the authority of Çrémad-Bhägavatam and adopt the principles for the total happiness of humanity.

SB 1.17.4

TRANSLATION

Mahäräja Parékñit, well equipped with arrows and bow and seated on a gold-embossed chariot, spoke to him [the çüdra] with a deep voice sounding like thunder.

PURPORT

An administrative head or king like Mahäräja Parékñit, with full majestic authority, well equipped with weapons to chastise miscreants, can challenge the agents of the age of Kali. Then only will it be possible to counteract the degraded age. And in the absence of such strong executive heads, there is always disruption of tranquillity. The elected show-bottle executive head, as representative of a degraded public, cannot be equal with a strong king like Mahäräja Parékñit. The dress or style of royal order does not count. It is one's actions which are counted.

SB 1.17.5

SYNONYMS

kaù—who are; tvam—you; mat—my; çaraëe—under protection; loke—in this world; balät—by force; haàsi—killing; abalän—those who are helpless; balé—although full of strength; nara-devaù—man-god; asi—appear to be; veñeëa—by your dress; naöa-vat—like a theatrical player; karmaëä—by deeds; advi-jaù—a man not twice-born by culture.
TRANSLATION

Oh, who are you? You appear to be strong and yet you dare kill, within my protection, those who are helpless! By your dress you pose yourself to be a godly man [king], but by your deeds you are opposing the principles of the twice-born kñatriyas.

PURPORT

The brähmaëas, kñatriyas and vaiçyas are called twice-born because for these higher classes of men there is one birth by parental conjugation and there is 

another birth of cultural rejuvenation by spiritual initiation from the bona fide äcärya, or spiritual master. 

So a kñatriya is also twice-born like a brähmaëa, 

and his duty is to give protection to the helpless. 

The kñatriya king is considered to be the representative of God to give protection to the helpless and chastise the miscreants. Whenever there are anomalies in this routine work by the administrators, there is an incarnation of the Lord to reestablish the principles of a godly kingdom. In the age of Kali, the poor helpless animals, especially the cows, which are meant to receive all sorts of protection from the administrative heads, are killed without restriction. Thus the administrative heads under whose noses such things happen are representatives of God in name only. Such powerful administrators are rulers of the poor citizens by dress or  office, but factually they are worthless, lower-class men without the cultural assets of the twice-born. 

No one can expect justice or equality of treatment from once-born (spiritually uncultured) lower-class men. 

Therefore in the age of Kali everyone is unhappy due to the maladministration of the state. The modern human society is not twice-born by spiritual culture. Therefore the people's government, by the people who are not twice-born, must be a government of Kali in which everyone is unhappy.

SB 10.1.18

Once when mother earth was overburdened by hundreds of thousands of military phalanxes of various conceited demons dressed like kings, she approached Lord Brahmä for relief.

PURPORT

[ ] The real business of a chief executive 
is to see to the happiness of the mass of people by 

training them in Kåñëa consciousness in different divisions of life.

 A leader should train the people as 

brähmaëas, kñatriyas, vaiçyas and çüdras

doesn’t want it anymore. Let the cows die for us. They will be benefited by taking next birth as humans” ... and so then who knows maybe in future lives, after ----- -- ----, we may have to become ----, have our milk offered and then maybe we will be -----------.)

Mind is the friend, and mind is the enemy.

If you become Kåñëa conscious    fully, then mind is friend.

And if you do not become Kåñëa conscious, mind is enemy. mäyä is also.

If you become Kåñëa conscious, then she is Rädhäräëé.

And if he is not Kåñëa conscious, she is Durga.
Dhanaïjaya: So all these cheaters are mäyä's agents.

Prabhupäda: No, no, they are agent of Kåñëa. (to passerby:) Hare Kåñëa. Jaya.
But because you want to cheat Kåñëa, therefore they are cheating you.

Brahmänanda: The moment we stop cheating Kåñëa, then we can...

Prabhupäda: Then, immediately, he becomes friend. This is the way, going on. The whole arrangement is like that. So long we shall not surrender to Kåñëa, we have to suffer so many ways, different species of life, different condition, different planets. This is going on. (break) ...indirectly forcing that "You be Kåñëa conscious. Otherwise you'll be punished." Why police is so unkind? Because the indirect way is that "You become lawful; otherwise you'll continue to be suffering by us." So intelligent person thinks of it, and he becomes Kåñëa conscious. And those who are rascals, fools, bewildered, they think, "We shall adjust it by manufacturing every year new type of motorcars." Although there is accident... The increase of motorcar means increasing the death rate of public. Huh? And still they'll do that. It is becoming problem in cities in Europe and America. All roads and streets are always congested. They cannot drive even at ten miles speed. Still, they are increasing. Still, they are increasing motorcar.

Brahmänanda: They are passing laws now that you're not allowed to drive your car in the center of the cities.

Prabhupäda: Just see. They are keeping two miles away the car and coming to the office.

Interviewer: Among your followers is the part of their lives which is not involved with the rules of your organization or with the formal meetings. Are there...? Do they simply proceed with their normal lives and work at jobs?                                                           Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, work.

Interviewer: I mean, are there any prohibitions as to what type of work? For example, would a follower of yours work in a war industry?

Prabhupäda: Yes. If there is no other work, he can work in war industry, because he has to live. After all, he must earn something. Without earning, how can he live? So if there is no better job, he can accept any job. What can be done?

Interviewer: You take no...

Prabhupäda: But if we can get a better job... Suppose the war industry or butcher industry... That is also an industry. So if somebody offers some job in the butchery, naturally we are not inclined to accept such job, but...

Interviewer: I believe in the Buddhist philosophy that there are some professions like slaughtering animals and so on which are...

Prabhupäda: So far Buddhist philosophy is concerned...

Interviewer: And that's why I wondered if there were prohibitions within, you know, the outside contact with society that you make.

Prabhupäda: But our formula is that one should live... It is called sato våtteù.
The våtti, the profession or the means of livelihood, must be very fair.

Must be very fair. Sato våtteù.
Because association will contaminate my mind and my intelligence, therefore, as far as possible, sato våtti. And this sato våtti is a Sanskrit word.

According to the purification of profession, livelihood, 

one is called a brähmaëa, one is called a kñatriya, one is called a vaiçya, one is called a çüdra, 

one is called lower than the çüdras. 

You see? So that is also... But in this age one cannot stick to a particular profession. Just like for the brähmaëas. The brähmaëas... For brähmaëas it is enjoined that they should learn scripture and they should preach scripture. That's all. They have six kinds of occupation. One of the main is this, to learn and to teach. But at the present moment everything has changed. So there is change. But as far as possible,

we don't accept a profession or any job which is abominable.

So the responsibility was that time to the administrator. They would see that everyone, every brähmaëa, is following the rules and regulation of a brähmaëa; every kñatriya is following the rules and regulation of kñatriya. Vaiçya, çüdra... 

And nobody can interfere  the other’s business. 

Everyone is employed in his own business. 

And tax. Tax. The brähmaëa had to pay no tax. Only kñatriyas, they were tax collector. And çüdra also, they had no property; therefore there was no tax. 

Only the vaiçya class, the productive class, they had to pay tax. 

And that tax also was very simple. There was no encroachment. You simply give one fourth of your profit to the government. That's all. No more tax. Sales tax, this tax, income tax, excise tax, this tax—simply tax, tax, tax. No. Not like that. Whatever he has got profit. "Got" means whatever profit he has made... If he has no profit, there is no tax. That was the government system. So how he will pay if he has not made any profit this year?

Lt. Mozee: Do you have any feeling about the crime here in the United States as opposed to the crime in your own land?

Prabhupäda: Crime, what is your definition of crime?
Lt. Mozee: Any infraction against one person by another person. 

Any trampling on the rights of one person by another person can be a crime or should be a crime.

SYNONYMS

kiräta—a province of old Bhärata; hüëa—part of Germany and Russia; ändhra—a province of southern India; pulinda—the Greeks; pulkaçäù—another province; äbhéra—part of old Sind; çumbhäù—another province; yavanäù—the Turks; khasa-ädayaù—the Mongolian province; ye—even those; anye—others; ca—also; päpäù—addicted to sinful acts; yat—whose; apäçraya-äçrayäù—having taken shelter of the devotees of the Lord; çudhyanti—at once purified; tasmai—unto Him; prabhaviñëave—unto the powerful Viñëu; namaù—my respectful obeisances.

TRANSLATION

Kiräta, Hüëa, Ändhra, Pulinda, Pulkaça, Äbhéra, Çumbha, Yavana, members of the Khasa races and even others addicted to sinful acts can be purified by taking shelter of the devotees of the Lord, due to His being the supreme power. I beg to offer my respectful obeisances unto Him.

PURPORT

Kiräta: A province of old Bhärata-varña mentioned in the Bhéñma-parva of Mahäbhärata. Generally the Kirätas are known as the aboriginal tribes of India, and in modern days the Santal Parganas in Bihar and Chota Nagpur might comprise the old province named Kiräta.

Hüëa: The area of East Germany and part of Russia is known as the province of the Hüëas. Accordingly, sometimes a kind of hill tribe is known as the Hüëas.

Ändhra: A province in southern India mentioned in the Bhéñma-parva of Mahäbhärata. It is still extant under the same name.

Pulinda: It is mentioned in the Mahäbhärata (Ädi-parva 174.38), viz., the inhabitants of the province of the name Pulinda. This country was conquered by Bhémasena and Sahadeva. The Greeks are known as Pulindas, and it is mentioned in the Vana-parva of Mahäbhärata that the non-Vedic race of this part of the world would rule over the world. This Pulinda province was also one of the provinces of Bhärata, and the inhabitants were classified amongst the kñatriya kings. But later on, due to their giving up the brahminical culture, they were mentioned as mlecchas (just as those who are not followers of the Islamic culture are called kafirs and those who are not followers of the Christian culture are called heathens).

Äbhéra: This name also appears in the Mahäbhärata, both in the Sabhä-parva and Bhéñma-parva. It is mentioned that this province was situated on the River Sarasvaté in Sind. The modern Sind province formerly extended on the other side of the Arabian Sea, and all the inhabitants of that province were known as the Äbhéras. They were under the domination of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, and according to the statements of Märkaëòeya the mlecchas of this part of the world would also rule over Bhärata. Later on this proved to be true, as in the case of the Pulindas. On behalf of the Pulindas, Alexander the Great conquered India, and on behalf of the Äbhéras, Muhammad Ghori conquered India. These Äbhéras were also formerly kñatriyas within the brahminical culture, but they gave up the connection. The kñatriyas who were afraid of Paraçuräma and had hidden themselves in the Caucasian hilly regions later on became known as the Äbhéras, and the place they inhabited was known as Äbhéradeça.

Çumbhas or Kaìkas: The inhabitants of the Kaìka province of old Bhärata, mentioned in the Mahäbhärata.

Yavanas: Yavana was the name of one of the sons of Mahäräja Yayäti who was given the part of the world known as Turkey to rule. Therefore the Turks are Yavanas due to being descendants of Mahäräja Yavana. The Yavanas were therefore kñatriyas, and later on, by giving up the brahminical culture, they became mleccha-yavanas. Descriptions of the Yavanas are in the Mahäbhärata (Ädi-parva 85.34). Another prince called Turvasu was also known as Yavana, and his country was conquered by Sahadeva, one of the Päëòavas. The western Yavana joined with Duryodhana in the Battle of Kurukñetra under the pressure of Karëa. It is also foretold that these Yavanas also would conquer India, and it proved to be true.

Khasa: The inhabitants of the Khasadeça are mentioned in the Mahäbhärata (Droëa-parva). Those who have a stunted growth of hair on the upper lip are generally called Khasas. As such, the Khasa are the Mongolians, the Chinese and others who are so designated.

The above-mentioned historical names are different nations of the world. Even those who are constantly engaged in sinful acts are all corrigible to the standard of perfect human beings if they take shelter of the devotees of the Lord. Jesus Christ and Muhammad, two powerful devotees of the Lord, have done tremendous service on behalf of the Lord on the surface of the globe. And from the version of Çréla Çukadeva Gosvämé it appears that instead of running a godless civilization in the present context of the world situation, if the leadership of world affairs is entrusted to the devotees of the Lord, for which a worldwide organization under the name and style of the International Society for Krishna Consciousness has already been started, then by the grace of the Almighty Lord there can be a thorough change of heart in human beings all over the world because the devotees of the Lord are able authorities to effect such a change by purifying the dust-worn minds of the people in general. The politicians of the world may remain in their respective positions because the pure devotees of the Lord are not interested in political leadership or diplomatic implications. The devotees are interested only in seeing that the people in general are not misguided by political propaganda and in seeing that the valuable life of a human being is not spoiled in following a type of civilization which is ultimately doomed. If the politicians, therefore, would be guided by the good counsel of the devotees, then certainly there would be a great change in the world situation by the purifying propaganda of the devotees, as shown by Lord Caitanya. As Çukadeva Gosvämé began his prayer by discussing the word yat-kértanam, so also Lord Caitanya recommended that simply by glorifying the Lord's holy name, a tremendous change of heart can take place by which the complete misunderstanding between the human nations created by politicians can at once be extinguished. And after the extinction of the fire of misunderstanding, other profits will follow. The destination is to go back home, back to Godhead, as we have several times discussed in these pages.

According to the cult of devotion, generally known as the Vaiñëava cult, there is no bar against anyone's advancing in the matter of God realization. A Vaiñëava is powerful enough to turn into a Vaiñëava even the Kiräta, etc., as above mentioned. In the Bhagavad-gétä (9.32) it is said by the Lord that there is no bar to becoming a devotee of the Lord (even for those who are lowborn, or women, çüdras or vaiçyas), and by becoming a devotee everyone is eligible to return home, back to Godhead. The only qualification is that one take shelter of a pure devotee of the Lord who has thorough knowledge in the transcendental science of Kåñëa (Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam). Anyone from any part of the world who becomes well conversant in the science of Kåñëa becomes a pure devotee and a spiritual master for the general mass of people and may reclaim them by purification of heart. Though a person be even the most sinful man, he can at once be purified by systematic contact with a pure Vaiñëava. A Vaiñëava, therefore, can accept a bona fide disciple from any part of the world without any consideration of caste and creed and promote him by regulative principles to the status of a pure Vaiñëava who is transcendental to brahminical culture. 

The system of caste, or varëäçrama-dharma, is no longer regular even amongst the so-called followers of the system. 

Nor is it now possible to reestablish the institutional function in the present context of social, political and economic revolution. (Ed: written pre-1966)

Without any reference to the particular custom of a country, one can be accepted to the Vaiñëava cult spiritually, and there is no hindrance in the transcendental process. So by the order of Lord Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, the cult of Çrémad-Bhägavatam or the Bhagavad-gétä can be preached all over the world, reclaiming all persons willing to accept the transcendental cult. Such cultural propaganda by the devotees will certainly be accepted by all persons who are reasonable and inquisitive, without any particular bias for the custom of the country. The Vaiñëava never accepts another Vaiñëava on the basis of birthright, just as he never thinks of the Deity of the Lord in a temple as an idol. And to remove all doubts in this connection, Çréla Çukadeva Gosvämé has invoked the blessings of the Lord, who is all-powerful (prabhaviñëave namaù). As the all-powerful Lord accepts the humble service of His devotee in devotional activities of the arcana, His form as the worshipable Deity in the temple, similarly the body of a pure Vaiñëava changes transcendentally at once when he gives himself up to the service of the Lord and is trained by a qualified Vaiñëava. The injunction of Vaiñëava regulation in this connection runs as follows: arcye viñëau çilä-dhér guruñu nara-matir vaiñëave jäti-buddhiù çré-viñëor nämni çabda-sämänya-buddhiù, etc. "One should not consider the Deity of the Lord as worshiped in the temple to be an idol, nor should one consider the authorized spiritual master an ordinary man. Nor should one consider a pure Vaiñëava to belong to a particular caste, etc." (Padma Puräëa)

The conclusion is that the Lord, being all-powerful, can, under any and every circumstance, accept anyone from any part of the world, either personally or through His bona fide manifestation as the spiritual master. Lord Caitanya accepted many devotees from communities other than the varëäçramites, and He Himself declared, to teach us, that He does not belong to any caste or social order of life, but that He is the eternal servant of the servant of the Lord who maintains the damsels of Våndävana (Lord Kåñëa). That is the way of self-realization.

There is no necessity for economic development. 

THIS is mäyä. 

Simply at the end he will eat some grains or some this or that, little. 
And by whole day... 
Therefore they are called müòha. 
According to Bhagavad-gétä, they are rascals, müòha, ass. Just like ass, the beast of burden. He takes washerman's load, three tons, four tons. Whole day working, but eating a morsel of grass, that's all. He has no knowledge that "I take a morsel of grass only, I live. And why whole day I bear these so much tons of clothing of the washerman?" You have no experience of the ass, ass's business. In India the washerman loads the ass three tons and he goes to the waterside and the washerman washes all these clothings in some bank of river or reservoir of water. Again evening, the ass brings back the clothing.Here it is said that avidyä-käma-karmabhiù. By ignorance, they are thinking by opening factories they will be happy. That is avidyä. He does not know that this is ignorance. Why you should open factory? That is... This is called ugra-karma. There is no need of opening factory. You have got land. 

Here are so many lands. 

You produce your food grains. 

Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. 

You eat sumptuously food grain, milk, 

and that will be available without any (Ed: slaughterhouse) factory. 

The factory cannot produce milk or food grain. The present scarcity of foodstuff means everybody is engaged in the city, producing bolts and nuts. Who is producing food grain? This is the solution of economic problem. Annäd bhavanti …

Therefore we are trying to engage our men to produce their own food.

Be self-suffic ient
so that these rascals may see that 

how  one can live very peacefully,
eating the food grains and MILK, and chant Hare Kåñëa.

This is our mission.

But here in this material world they are engaged in very, very hard work. They have invented so many factories, iron factories, melting the iron, these machinery, and it is called ugra karma, asuric karma. After all, you will eat some bread and some fruit or some flower. Why you have invented so big, big factories?  That is avidyä, nescience, avidyä. Suppose hundred years ago there was no factory. So all the people of the world were starving? Eh? Nobody was starving. In, in, in our Vedic literature we don't find any mention anywhere about the factory. No. There is no mention. And how opulent they were. Even in Våndävana. In Våndävana, as soon as Kaàsa invited Nanda Mahäräja, immediately they took wagons of milk preparation to distribute. And you will find in the literature they are all well dressed, well fed. 

They have got enough food, enough milk, enough cows. 

But they are village, village men. 

Våndävana is a village. 

There is no scarcity. 

No moroseness, always jolly, dancing, chanting and eating. 

So we have created these problems. Simply you have created. 

Now, you  have created so many horseless carriages, now the problem is where to get petrol. In your country it has become a problem. Brahmänanda was speaking to me yesterday. There are so many problems. 

Simply unnecessarily we have created so many artificial wants. 

Käma-karmabhiù. This is called käma. 
So everyone, because of that unlimited desire, one after another... 

This desire, when this desire fulfilled, another desire, another desire, another desire. 

In this way you are simply creating problems.

Prabhupäda: So this American land, they have imported "New England," "New York"; 

why not New Vrindaban? 

We should especially establish this New Våndävana,

Disappearance Day, Lecture                          Los Angeles, December 9, 1968

(Prabhupäda leads kértana)

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Come on. I was thinking of "Where is Jayänanda?" now immediately he has come. (someone brings some kind of offering and Çréla Prabhupäda says to give it to his Guru Mahäräja) Take care it may not fall down. (pause) All right.

So today is the disappearance day of my Guru Mahäräja. As I told you that sädhavo jéva vä mara vä. There was a nice story the other day I told you that a sage is giving different kinds of blessings to different types of persons. So to a king's son, a prince, he blessed, räja-putra ciraà jéva: "You are a king's son, a prince. You live forever." And muni-putra, the son of a saintly person, he blessed him, mä jéva mä jéva: "You don't live." Räja-putra ciraà muni-putra mä jéva. And sädhu, devotees, he blessed him, jéva vä mara vä: "Either you live or you die, as you like." And there was a butcher, he blessed him, mä jéva mä mara: "You don't die, don't live." So these words are very significant. That I have already explained, still I am explaining. A prince, he's enjoying sense, that's all. He has got enough facility for sense enjoyment. So his next life is hellish. Because if you indulge in sex life, then Kåñëa will give you facility to have sex life three times in an hour, just like the pigeons, the monkeys, the sparrows, they are very sexually strong. You have seen it. So the facility is given. So princely order, they are after sense enjoyment. So he's blessed that "Better you live forever, because after your death, you do not know what is going to happen to you. You are going to get a hellish life. Better you live for some time. Go on with your enjoyment." And muni-putra mä jéva. Brahmacäré, working under the guidance under strict disciplinary guidance, of a spiritual master, he is blessed, mä jéva, "You better die. Because you are so trained to enter into the kingdom of God, so why should you take so much trouble? Better you die and go back to Godhead." Ma jéva. And a devotee he blessed, jéva va maro va: "My dear devotee, either you live or die, the same thing." And the butcher, he blessed him, ma jéva ma mara: "You don't live, don't die." What he's to do? His living condition is so abominable. From the morning, he has to slaughter so many animals, 

see the bloodstain, 

the ghastly scene. 

That is his livelihood. 

So what a horrible life this is. 

So "Don't live. And don't die also." 
Because after death, oh, he is going to be in so much hellish condition, 

nobody can describe. 

So both lives, living condition and death, after death, his condition is very horrible.

Anyway, apart from others, the devotee, for him, appearance and disappearance the same thing. Just like when my spiritual master appeared at Jagannätha Puré... He was the son of a very big government officer, Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. He was magistrate, government officer. In those days a magistrate is a big officer in the government, practically next to governor. And Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura was in charge of the Jagannätha temple. That is the system in Jagannätha Puré. The manager in charge of the temple is the district magistrate. So there was a Ratha-yäträ festival, and the car was passing in front of Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura's house. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura's name was Kedaranath Datta. When he was magistrate, he was known as K.N. Datta. Kedaranath Datta. So the car stopped before his house, and at that time, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura, a child in the lap of his mother. The mother took the opportunity of rising on the car. He (She) was magistrate's wife, so he (she) had the facility. Immediately, people gave her way to go on the top of the car and place the child on the lotus feet of Jagannätha. And there were many garlands. One garland fell upon him, Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté, blessings. This was one of the... There were so many other things.

When he was a child two, three years old, he ate one mango fruit which was kept for offering to the Deity. So his father mildly rebuked him, "Oh, you have done a very wrong thing. It was meant for Deity, and you have taken it. You should not have done it." The child was two or three years old. He took it so seriously that never after that he took mango. Whenever we offered him mango he said, "No, I am offender. I cannot take mango." He was thinking like that, you see. Never in his life he took a mango. He was thinking that "I offended in my childhood by taking the mango of the Deity." 

This is the characteristic of äcärya. 

They teach by their life's action that one should be so much determined, 

that one should not be... A child took the mango, there was no offense. But he took that vow.

Another instance, in my presence. At that time, we were also young men, and one of my Godbrothers, his name is Dr. Oul Bihari Kapoor... He's now retired in Våndävana, last time I saw him. He was also young man, and his wife was also young. So we were sitting together, talking with Guru Mahäräja, and the girl proposed, "My dear master, I want to speak with you." So Guru Mahäräja said, "Yes, you can talk whatever you like." So she said, "I want to talk with you secretly, not in the presence of everyone." Guru Mahäräja said, "No. I cannot talk with you secretly. You can talk in the presence of my all other disciples." So even that girl was just like his granddaughter by age calculation, he refused to talk with a young woman in a secret place. These are the instances. So in his life he was akhaëòa brahmacäré. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura had many other sons, and he was the fifth son. And some of his other brother also, they did not marry. And my Guru Mahäräja, he also did not marry. From the childhood he is strict brahmacäré, Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Gosvämé Mahäräja. 

And he underwent very severe penances for starting this movement, 

worldwide movement. 

That was his mission. 

Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura wanted do this. 

He, 1896, Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura wanted to introduce this Kåñëa consciousness movement by sending this book, Shree Chaitanya Mahäprabhu, His Life and Precepts. Fortunately, that year was my birth year, and by Kåñëa's arrangement, we came in contact. I was born in a different family, my Guru Mahäräja was born in a different family. 

Who knew that I will come to his protection? 

Who knew that I would come in America? 

Who knew that you American boys will come to me? 

These are all Kåñëa's arrangement. 

We cannot understand how things are taking place. In 1936... Today is ninth December, 1938(68). That means thirty-two years ago. In Bombay, I was then doing some business. All of a sudden, perhaps on this date, sometimes between 9 or 10 December. At that time, Guru Mahäräja was indisposed little, and he was staying at Jagannätha Puré, on the seashore. So I wrote him letter, "My dear master, your other disciples, brahmacäré, sannyäsé, they are rendering you direct service. And I am a householder. I cannot live with you, I cannot serve you nicely. So I do not know. How can I serve you?" Simply an idea, I was thinking of serving him, "How can I serve him seriously?" So the reply was dated 13th December, 1936. In that letter he wrote, "My dear such and such, I am very glad to receive your letter. I think you should try to push our movement in English." That was his writing. "And that will do good to you and to the people who will help you." That was his instruction. And then in 1936, on the 31st December—that means just after writing this letter a fortnight before his departure—he passed away. But I took that order of my spiritual master very seriously, but I did not think that I'll have to do such and such thing. I was at that time a householder. But this is the arrangement of Kåñëa. 

If we strictly try to serve the spiritual master, 

his order, 

then Kåñëa will give us all facilities. 

That is the secret. 

Although there was no possibility, I never thought, but I took it little seriously by studying a commentary by Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura on the Bhagavad-gétä. In the Bhagavad-gétä the verse vyavasäyätmikä-buddhir ekeha kuru-nandana [Bg. 2.41], in connection with that verse, Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura gives his commentary that 

we should take up the words from the spiritual master as our life and soul. 

We should try to carry out the instruction, 

the  specific  instruction of the spiritual master, 

very rigidly, 

without caring for our personal benefit or loss.

So I tried a little bit in that spirit. So he has given me all facilities to serve him. Things have come to this stage, that in this old age I have come to your country, and you are also taking this movement seriously, trying to understand it. We have got some books now. So there is little foothold of this movement. 

So on this occasion of my spiritual master's departure, 

as I am trying to execute his will, similarly, 

I shall also request you to 

execute the same order through my will. 

I am an old man, I can also pass away at any moment. That is nature's law. Nobody can check it. So that is not very astonishing, but my appeal to you on this auspicious day of the departure of my Guru Mahäräja, that at least to some extent you have understood the essence of Kåñëa consciousness movement. You should try to push it on. People are suffering for want of this consciousness. 

As we daily pray about devotees,

väïchä-kalpatarubhyaç ca

kåpä-sindhubhya eva ca

patitänäà pävanebhyo

vaiñëavebhyo namo namaù

[I offer my respectful obeisances unto all the Vaiñëava devotees of the Lord. They can fulfill the desires of everyone, just like desire trees, and they are full of compassion for the fallen souls.]

A Vaiñëava, or devotee of Lord, his life is dedicated for the benefit of the people. You know—most of you belong to Christian community—how Lord Jesus Christ, he said that for your sinful activities he has sacrificed himself. That is the determination of devotee of the Lord. They don't care for personal comforts. Because they love Kåñëa or God, therefore they love all living entities because all living entities are in relationship with Kåñëa. So similarly you should learn. This Kåñëa consciousness movement means to become Vaiñëava and feel for the suffering humanity. So to feel for the suffering humanity, there are different angles of vision. Somebody is thinking of the suffering of the humanity from bodily conception of life. Somebody is trying to open hospital to give relief to the diseased condition. Somebody is trying to distribute foodstuff in poverty-stricken countries or places. These things are certainly very nice, but actual suffering of the humanity is due to lack of Kåñëa consciousness. These bodily sufferings, they are temporary; neither they can be checked by the laws of nature. Suppose if you give some distribution of foodstuff in some poverty-stricken country, that does not mean that this help makes solution of the whole problem. The real beneficial work is to invoke every person to Kåñëa consciousness. As soon as he comes to Kåñëa consciousness... The same example, as I have given several times, that a rich man's son is loitering in the street, forgetting his father's opulence and property. And somebody, out of sympathy, giving him some food. But other person comes to him and says, "Oh, my dear boy, I know you. You are the son of such and such rich man. Why you are loitering in the street? Come on, I shall take you to your father." So if that gentleman takes that loitering boy to his father, the father is glad, and the boy inherits his father's property, and his whole problem of life becomes solved. This is a crude example. Similarly, all living entities, they are loitering within this universe in different bodies, in different planets, and from time immemorial, without knowing that he belongs to the kingdom of God, he is the direct son of Kåñëa and God, that Kåñëa is the proprietor of everything, and he can enjoy his father's property, and these problems of material conditioned life automatically solved. Just like if you become a rich man, if you can possess millions of dollars, then your poverty is automatically solved. Similarly, if you become Kåñëa conscious and if you act in that way, then all other problems in the material conditional life—solved.

So this is such a nice movement. Ahaà tvaà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù [Bg. 18.66]. The Bhagavad-gétä says, the Lord says, people's sufferings are due to his sinful activities. Ignorance. Ignorance is the cause of sinful activity. Just like a man does not know. Suppose a foreigner like me comes in America and he does not know... Because in India... Just like in your country, the car is driven from the right side; in India, I've seen in London also, the car is driven from the left side. So suppose he does not know, he drives the car on the left side and incurs some accident, and he is taken by the police custody. And if he says, "Sir, I did not know that here the car is driven from the right side," that does not make him excused. The law will punish him. So ignorance is the cause of breaking the law or sinful activities. And as soon as you commit some sinful activity, you have to suffer the result. So the whole world is in ignorance, and due to ignorance he's complicated in so many actions and reactions, either good or bad. There is nothing good within this material world; everything is bad. So we have manufactured something good and something bad. Here... Because in the Bhagavad-gétä we understand this place is duùkhälayam açäçvatam [Bg. 8.15]. This place is for misery. So how you can say, in miserable condition, how you can say that "This is good" or "This is bad." Everything is bad. So those persons who do not know—the material, conditional life—they manufacture something, "This is good, this is bad," because they do not know everything here is bad, nothing good. One should be very much pessimistic of this material world. Then he can make advance in spiritual life. Duùkhälayam açäçvatam [Bg. 8.15]. This place is full of miseries, and if you study analytically, you'll find simply miserable condition. Therefore the whole problem is that we should give up our material conditional life, and in Kåñëa consciousness we should try to elevate ourself to the spiritual platform and thereby be promoted to the kingdom of Godhead, yad gatvä na nivartante tad dhämaà paramaà mama [Bg. 15.6], where going, nobody comes back to this miserable world. And that is the supreme abode of the Lord.

So there are description in the Bhagavad-gétä. So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is authorized, very important. Now, you American boys and girls who have taken to this movement, 

please take it more seriously and... 

That is the mission of Lord Caitanya and my Guru Mahäräja, 

and we are also trying to execute the will by disciplic succession. 

You have come forward to help me. I shall request you all that I shall go away, but you shall live. Don't give up pushing on this movement, and you'll be blessed by Lord Caitanya and His Divine Grace Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Goswami Prabhupäda.

Therefore Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu requested that Indians, bharatiya, Bhärata-varña, those who have taken birth as human being... He doesn't speak to the animals. Bhärata bhüméte mänuñya janma. Mänuñya janma means human being. Because without being a human being, nobody can understand these things. The cats and dogs, they cannot understand. So a person whose behavior is like cats and dogs, he also cannot understand. Therefore He said, janma särthaka kari. 

First of all make your life perfect and then distribute this knowledge. 

This is the Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission.

So He simply said, but He was expecting that in later days His followers would do that. So that attempt was made by Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, he desired and, that Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's message, it should be accepted by East and West equally, and both the Indians and Europeans, Americans, they should dance together in ecstasy of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mercy. That was his desire, Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. He simply expressed the desire, "When I shall see this happening, that both the eastern and western people they are united on the basis of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu's cult and dancing together in ecstasy?" That was his ambition. That was ambition of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu and this was ambition of Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura. And Çré Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura took up this affair, business, and he wanted first of all.

So every student, any disciple, every disciple, especially those who are competent, he requested that "You take up this mission of Caitanya Mahäprabhu and preach in the western countries. That was Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura's first attempt. Before that, even the äcäryas, Rüpänuga Gosvämés, they left literature, but they did not attempt to preach practically. And Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura, he was very, very anxious to preach this Caitanya cult in the western countries. This is Çré Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura's special contribution.

So when I met Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura... It is a long story, how I met him. One of my friends, he dragged me. (laughing) (laughter) I was at that time nationalist and manager in a big chemical factory. My age was about twenty-four years. So one of my friends, he asked me that "There is a nice sädhu, Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura. He has come in Calcutta. So let us go and see." So I was reluctant. I thought just like so, there are so many sädhus. So I was not very much... Because I had very bad experience, not very good. So I said, "Oh these kind of sädhus, there are many." You'll be glad to know that even my in young age or early age—it was Kåñëa's grace—even amongst my young friends, I was considered the leader. (laughing) (laughter) In my school days, in my college days, in my private friendship, some way or other I became their leader. And one astrologer sometimes he read my hand. He said in Hindi, kukum calena(?). Kukum calena means 

"Your hand speaks that your order will be executed."

Room Conversation           March 16, 1974, Våndävana

Harikeça: ...communication, the only way of talking to the spiritual master to communicate is verbal talking, the only way in which one can communicate with his spiritual master?

Prabhupäda: No, there are more.... [break] (?) ...instruction of spiritual master, that is actually communicating.

Devotee: Hm. [break]

Harikeça: ...which I've always been afraid to ask, because I don't know if it's proper, but you being the external manifestation of Supersoul, if we are having questions, doubts, when, in your absence, if we are receiving indications, is there any possible way that someone who is so conditioned can have any understanding of proper action in your absence? In other words, if I am in your absence and I am in great doubt, and I am praying to Supersoul to please save me somehow, if I receive some action which I must do or some course of action becomes obvious, should I trust that, considering that you're communicating with me, or...?

Prabhupäda: That depends on purity. If one has become pure, without any material desire, then that is possible. But if there is some material desire, we cannot expect direct communication.

Harikeça: So I have much material desire.

Prabhupäda: I do not say you or he. This is the process. This is the process.

Harikeça: But in the meantime...

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Harikeça: ...until we have reached the pure state...

Prabhupäda: In the meantime it is not possible...

Harikeça: Not possible.

Prabhupäda: ...directly.

Harikeça: So we must communicate with you verbally or through letters.

Prabhupäda: Not with spiritual master here. You cannot concoct, "Now I am getting directly." No.

Harikeça: So the nature of the communication with the spiritual master in our state is only through...

Prabhupäda: Spiritual master... Kåñëa is also spiritual master.

Harikeça: Oh.

Prabhupäda: But Kåñëa sends spiritual master, His representative, as you can appreciate, externally, directly. Otherwise, Kåñëa is already spiritual master. He could give you instruction from the very beginning. But why He is sending His representative? What is the use?

Harikeça: We're not able to...

Prabhupäda: Ah, because unless we are completely purified, Kåñëa will, does not talk directly. Therefore you have to understand Kåñëa through the spiritual master.

Harikeça: So when we are having doubts, the only possible way, no matter what the indications are, are simply follow your instructions in all circumstances.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: Right. [break]

Prabhupäda: Kåñëa wanted instruction of guru, not directly.

Harikeça: Kåñëa's...

Prabhupäda: That, that I was explaining in the morning.

Harikeça: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Caitya-guru. One has to take the order of Kåñëa through the media, via media of spiritual master.

Harikeça: So all of my activities, unless they are directly following your order, are more or less a concoction of my mind.

Prabhupäda: Yes. [break] ...office, you cannot contact the proprietor directly. There are subordinate officers. Through them you have to take the proprietor's help. The office master is there. You have to satisfy the office master. You cannot directly approach the proprietor. If you satisfy the office master, then your promotion and other things is all right. But if you want to... I have got practical experience. One of my friend, he was working in office. So the proprietor was there and many other employees were there. So that my friend, he suggested something to the proprietor, and the proprietor immediately dismissed him: "Oh, this man want to suggest me. Dismiss immediately. Give him his pay he will require.'' In that I have got practical experience. He later on became so sorry. Now it is the process. So this is practical. We should not try to approach directly Kåñëa. That is not the right way. Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, gopé-bhartuù pada-kamalayor däsa-däsa-däsänudäsaù: [Cc. Madhya 13.80] "I am the servant of the servant of.'' 

So you have to serve   your immediate master, däsa-däsänudäsaù, servant of the Supreme Lord. 

If you want to jump over the original master, that is not good. 

Then you will be dismissed like, like my friend.

Harikeça: Associating with you is so wonderful, and yet...

Prabhupäda: Just like here in Våndävana, I was here, as I am sitting here. I was sitting here in this very place. That was (indistinct). And when I was hungry I could take my food there, same place. So that is one thing. Just like there are many persons, but because my spiritual master wanted, so I, at seventy years old, when I thought, "Now I shall go,'' I went, to serve the order of my spiritual master. Otherwise I am sitting here in Våndävana. I am old man, I was chanting. Therefore, because that is my first business.

Harikeça: Were you just waiting to finish your books?

Prabhupäda: Yes. I was just creating the situation how I shall serve my spiritual master.

Harikeça: Oh.

Prabhupäda: Not that I was trying to directly contact Kåñëa. That was not my business. This is required. If anyone wants to contact directly Kåñëa, that is not possible. [break]

Guru däsa: If there is a devotees who are not yet purified, if the devotee is not yet purified, why is the temple president a representative of you? If we are not at the purified stage, then why is the temple president a representative of yourself?

Prabhupäda: To carry his order. That is purification. If you create your own atmosphere, then you become impure. 

If you simply carry out the order of your spiritual master, then you will be benefited. If you do your own business, that is not good. 

You can not do anything which is not ordered by your spiritual master. 

Of course, everyone should have sense. It is not that we are dull, stone. Unless it is moved, it cannot... You have got moving power. But the basic issue should be to carry out the orders of his spiritual master. That is your president. Otherwise you are not.

Harikeça: Sometimes we have the experience of someone in authority who is obviously not following your instructions.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Harikeça: Sometimes we have the experience, someone in authority who is obviously not following your instructions.

Prabhupäda: That you have not to judge.

Harikeça: Ah.

Prabhupäda: You are not to judge. You should be, you should know that this man is appointed, and he gets here by spiritual process. I must follow. You cannot judge him.

Harikeça: Oh.

Devotee: (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: That is not your business, judging.

Harikeça: Then we simply wait for further instructions from you and keep....

Prabhupäda: No further instructions.

Harikeça: Ah.

Prabhupäda: So long he is president you must follow him. If he is wrong, that will be corrected by the spiritual master.

Harikeça: Right.

Prabhupäda: You cannot correct him. Otherwise obedience is the first discipline. If you do not obey the representative, authority, then there cannot be any discipline. Then everything will be topsy-turvy. (Ed: without varnasrama)

Harikeça: You would rather have us follow the temple president...

Prabhupäda: Huh? Yes.

Harikeça: ...than to...

Prabhupäda: If he is wrong, that cannot... He will come out.

Harikeça: Ah.

Prabhupäda: So the steps will be taken by the spiritual master. You cannot, do not try to rectify. 
(Ed: relationships among Godbrothers in March 1974; later instructions of His Divine Grace indicate future Godbrother relationships to be based on cooperation in varnasrama rather than subjugation as the distinctions of seniority of time spent in the movement diminish over longer periods. 

This naturally gives way to relationships of friendship, whilst seniority of knowledge, realization, faith in the sastra and guru’s instructions takes ultimate precedence according to mutual necessity)

Harikeça: Our advancement is the same?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Harikeça: Our advancement...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Harikeça: ...is going on.

Prabhupäda: You follow, evaà paramparä-präptam [Bg. 4.2], gopé-bhartuù pada-kamalayor däsa-däsänudäsaù [Cc. Madhya 13.80], servant of the servants of the servant of, then this is our.

Guru däsa: That's the consideration. Advancement is (indistinct). [break]

Harikeça: I know I am making mistakes.

Prabhupäda: Why do you preach?

Harikeça: That's my question.

Prabhupäda: Stop preaching.

Harikeça: Ah.

Prabhupäda: If you know your mistakes and you're preaching, why this nonsense preaching?

Harikeça: Preaching must be perfect.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Perfect means as you have heard from your spiritual master. (indistinct) We are not perfect, none of us, but 
if you perfectly follow the orders of the perfect, then you are perfect. 
You should not think that "I have become perfect." Caitanya Mahäprabhu also said, guru more mürkha dekhi [Cc. Ädi 7.71]. He presented Himself as fool number one. So we should always keep ourself as fool number one, that "I am not perfect. I am fool number one." But whatever I am doing I am carrying the orders of the perfect. That is my credit. I am not perfect. Suppose I give you, (indistinct), five thousand dollars. That is not my money. I am not rich man. But the money is paid by somebody else and I deliver, that's all. That is my perfection. If I don't touch it, I do not take from five hundred dollars a paise even, and I deliver it, that is my perfection. I may not be rich man, but if I deliver this amount to you, in perfect order, that is my perfection.

Harikeça: Sometimes, due to my conditioning, I cannot exactly understand what you are saying.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you cannot understand what I am saying, then you should ask repeat. Try to understand (indistinct), that "I cannot understand this, and explain." Put it to the immediate president or any Godbrother. If he still, if he cannot explain, if he feels unable, he can inquire to me. In this way.

Harikeça: What if I don't know, I haven't understood? What if I think I have understood but I have actually not?

Prabhupäda: There are many things like that. So you should try to understand it fully. Why should you understand it haphazardly? You must try to understand fully. [break]

Harikeça: ...position to criticize his Godbrothers, no matter what?

Prabhupäda: You can criticize, if you are right. You cannot criticize wrongly. [break]

Devotee: ...instructions rather than our sense gratification? [break]

Prabhupäda: It is not right that he says that. Sense gratification is wrong. You cannot gratify your senses. You have to enjoy your senses in the service of the Lord. That is perfection. Håñékeëa håñékeça-sevanaà bhaktir ucyate [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. That is our only business. [break]

Devotee (lady): Thank you. I'm leaving. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...hot.

Devotee (lady): Yes. I'm just to make very hot. [break]

Harikeça: ...to increase as we become more and more pure?

Prabhupäda: Everyone has got that intelligence, to understand and ... (end)

Morning Walk -- March 17, 1974, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: There are many parties in Bombay, kértana parties. You have to organize them and bring them. Chant Hare Kåñëa everywhere. Create this nuisance. And Maharashtra is the country of Tukäräma. He organized kértana. Still the Tukäräma kértana parties are there. Viööhala. Viööhala means Kåñëa. And ideal gosvämé should remain here to challenge these false gosvämés. 

But if you also

...have come, we can talk with them. Mr. Gupta, your pathaks (?), they have come. Hare Kåñëa! Jayo. (Hindi) [break] ...have sufficient quantity of grains, then you are dhanavän. This is all false, so-called dhanavän. (Hindi) Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. If you want to flourish, you must have sufficient grains. Where is that grain? Some... (Hindi) Lecture. What is that lecture? Where is anna? [break] (Hindi) This is going on. (Prabhupäda describes in Hindi how Bhägavatam describes the present government leaders as dogs, hogs, camels and asses; and other topics) Harer näma harer näma harer näma eva kevalam [Cc. Ädi 17.21]. This is the only... (Hindi) Our movement is Hare Kåñëa movement. Everyone knows. 

Room Conversation              April 18, 1972, Hong Kong

Guest (1): The Hare Kåñëa movement has started in the United States. Why did it start in the United States, rather than India?

Prabhupäda: Because the United States, they are our best customer. A businessman goes to a place... Just like you have come here. Why you have come here? Wherever there is best possibility of doing your business, there you must go. I went to United States because I know these people are not poverty-stricken. And our Indian people, they are now, they have been trained to think like that—they are poverty-stricken. Actually, they are not poverty-stricken, but the leaders have educated them that, "You are all poverty-stricken." This is India's position. So far I knew that it would not be successful in India. The government will not help. The public is educated in a different way. They are after technology. So and "familiarity breeds contempt." They say, "What is this Hare Kåñëa movement? It is known to us since a long time. What effect it will have?" Many Indian students in foreign countries, they say, "Swamiji, what will this Hare Kåñëa movement benefit us? We want technology." So that is the mentality of the Indians at the present moment. They have lost everything and therefore they are beggars. They have lost their own culture and therefore they are beggars. So I thought it wise that I shall go to a country where there is no poverty. They will learn. They have enough. For material enjoyment, they have got enough. The material enjoyment means money and woman. That is, in America, it is lying on the street. As much as you like, you can take. But they are disgusted with this material enjoyment. Therefore they are coming as hippies. They are coming from very rich family. Their fathers, their grandfathers, are very rich. At least they belong to the richest nation. But they are not satisfied. They are not satisfied. That is the natural sequence. The Vedänta-sütra says, athäto brahma jijïäsä. When one has satisfied his senses sufficiently, he is no longer interested in sense gratification. Perhaps you know C.R. Das, the name of C.R. Das in Calcutta. In those days, fifty years ago he was earning fifty thousand rupees per month, but he was not satisfied. And one day he and his wife were sitting together and the wife questioned, "Why do you look so morose? You have got everything at your command. Everyone respects you. You have got money. Everything you have got, education, popularity. Still, why you are unhappy?" So he simply, by chance he saw one mendicant was passing on the street, a sädhu beggar. So he said, "I want to become like him." He said, "I want to be a mendicant like him." So there are many instances in our history. Just like Bhärata Mahäräja. He was young man, twenty-four years old, and emperor of the whole planet, young wife, king, everything. He left everything. Bhärata Mahäräja passed long, long ago. Buddha, Lord Buddha, he was also prince and very young, and he was surrounded with dancing girls. But as soon as he came out on the street, he saw one old man. "What is this?" "This is old man. Everyone has to become old like this." So he became immediately converted to a saintly person. "I must go and meditate and realize myself. Why shall I become old?" [break] I accept a new opportunities to preach it from everything. That is my philosophy. And it has become successful. If I had taken this position from India... I was trying. In India also, I tried. I wrote Mahatma Gandhi that "You are very respectable man, and people like you. You preach Bhagavad-gétä. You stand with your photograph. There is Bhagavad-gétä. Why don't you preach Bhagavad-gétä? Now politics is finished. You have got independence." But this politics is so sweet to these politicians, that until he was killed, he could not give up politics, until he was killed. He was advocating non-violence, but he was forced to die by violence. He wanted Hindu-Muslim unity. He was forced to accept partition of India. He was so much baffled, but still, he would not give up politics until he was killed. On the day of his death, in the morning, because he had so many letters, so many secretaries, so he said, "I am very much useless. I want to die." He said like that. And actually, in the evening he was killed. He was thinking that "My next solace is only death," because he could understand, "I have created simply problems. No problem I have solved. I have simply created problem." He was a sane man. He could understand it. So similarly, everyone is creating simply problems, without solving... This United Nations, what they are doing for the last twenty years? Simply creating problems. So without Kåñëa consciousness, there is no question of solving problems. That's a fact. Any sane man, any philosopher, any scientist may come. I shall convince him.

Guest (1): How many disciples do you now have, sir, in the U.S.?

Prabhupäda: You cannot expect many disciples, but still, there are two thousand. Because I have got so many conditions and the fact is so difficult to understand, Kåñëa consciousness. They have forgotten Kåñëa, they have forgotten God, and I am trying to make them Kåñëa conscious. It is a very difficult job. I have to shed my blood three tons before I make one convinced in Kåñëa consciousness. That is my experience. I have to talk with him, especially these Europeans and Americans. They do not accept anything so blindly. They try to... I am always being questioned, even in my tooth(?) Question, question, question. That's nice. Inquisitive, they want to know. So I give them answers. I have got four secretaries always with me. They are giving answers. So to become Kåñëa... Especially in Europe and America, when I make this condition that you cannot have illicit sex, you cannot have intoxication, you cannot meat eat, er, you cannot eat meat, you cannot have gambling... This is their daily affair. This is their life. Even Lord Zetland refused, "Oh, we cannot give up these things." So I am controlling them in this way. Still, they are coming. So it is very difficult job. Still, there are many thousands, and they are so sincere that if I ask them that... This boy is going to Red China. I am sending him. You see? So I have asked them, "You go there. You go there." They go even at the risk of life. Yes. It is the duty of the Indians to spread this Kåñëa consciousness movement, but they are preaching very nicely. I am training these foreigners. They are doing this duty. It is the duty of the Indians. It is their culture. But they are satisfied only... If one young man gets a nice wife and a little bit of money, oh, he says, "My life is successful." Therefore I went away. I approached many gentlemen. "Please, you have got four sons. Give me one son. I shall make him a real brähmaëa." "Swamiji, (Hindi)." He does not know the value. Therefore I left India, hopeless. And Kåñëa has given me chance, very good chance. Now they are appreciating. When I go to India they become surprised, "Swamiji, how you have done this thing?" This is the reason. [ ]

So that is my hope, that even if I die—I am seventy-six now—these boys will conduct this movement. I am sure. [ ]

Guest (1): In the minds of some people the sudden attraction of Western youth to Eastern religions...

Prabhupäda: No. It is not Eastern. That is a wrong conception. God is for everybody. Eastern people, when I speak of Kåñëa consciousness, they say, "What is this Kåñëa? We know Kåñëa. What we have to learn from Swamiji?" "Familiarity breeds contempt." But in the Western countries when we speak of Kåñëa, they see the philosophy. They see the science and become attracted. We, in the very beginning, we neglect: "Oh, what is this Kåñëa consciousness?" Otherwise there is no question of Western or Eastern. Kåñëa is for everyone. Kåñëa is neither Western, neither Eastern. But Eastern, our, especially Indians, they have learned to reject. That is their education: immediately reject it. This is their new culture, to reject everything. At least Jawaharlal Nehru began like that, "Anything Indian is bad. Everything London-made is good." That was his philosophy. And if one European would go to see him, immediately admission. And if an Indian goes to see him, three days he has to wait. So Jawaharlal made this impression, that "Everything Indian is bad, and anything made in London..." Because he was made in London. He was educated in London. So everything nice. Although in my household life I was doing some business in connection. I had to see Jawaharlal Nehru. So when he was common man, I went to his house. I saw it is completely Europeanized, although he is in khädi. So his father, he hated Indian medicine. You see? Motilal Nehru. A doctor, his family physician, he told me. I was doing medicine business. So I introduced one preparation, pulti(?). That was in a clay pot, anti-floristan(?) So doctor said personally, "If I prescribe your pul, jagal-pulti(?), that Motilal Nehru says, 'Doctor, in case of medicine, please do not prescribe Indian.' " You see? So this is our mentality. We have got all foreign mentality, but still, we are claiming that we have become independent. Not indepen... 

We are culturally conquered by the materialistic advancement of foreign countries. 

We have lost our own culture. This is our position. [ ]

TRANSLATION

Now I am attracted to those instructions imparted to me by the Personality of Godhead [Govinda] because they are impregnated with instructions for relieving the burning heart in all circumstances of time and space.

PURPORT

Herein Arjuna refers to the instruction of the Bhagavad-gétä, which was imparted to him by the Lord on the Battlefield of Kurukñetra. The Lord left behind Him the instructions of the Bhagavad-gétä not for the benefit of Arjuna alone, but also for all time and in all lands. The Bhagavad-gétä, being spoken by the Supreme Personality of Godhead, is the essence of all Vedic wisdom. It is nicely presented by the Lord Himself for all who have very little time to go through the vast Vedic literatures like the Upaniñads, Puräëas and Vedänta-sütras. It is put within the study of the great historical epic Mahäbhärata, which was especially prepared for the less intelligent class, namely the women, the laborers and those who are worthless descendants of the brähmaëas, kñatriyas and higher sections of the vaiçyas. The problem which arose in the heart of Arjuna on the Battlefield of Kurukñetra was solved by the teachings of the Bhagavad-gétä. Again, after the departure of the Lord from the vision of earthly people, when Arjuna was face to face with being vanquished in his acquired power and prominence, 

he wanted again to remember the great teachings of the Bhagavad-gétä just to teach all concerned that the Bhagavad-gétä can be 

consulted in all critical times, not only for 

solace from all kinds of mental agonies, but also 

for the way out of great entanglements which may 

embarrass one in some critical hour.

The merciful Lord left behind Him the great teachings of the Bhagavad-gétä so that one can take the instructions of the Lord even when He is not visible to material eyesight.

Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu continued, “‘Dry arguments are inconclusive. A great personality whose opinion does not differ from others is not considered a great sage. Simply by studying the Vedas, which are variegated, one cannot come to the right path by which religious principles are understood. The solid truth of religious principles is hidden in the heart of an unadulterated, self-realized person. 

Consequently, as the çästras confirm, one should accept whatever progressive path the mahäjanas advocate.’”

PURPORT

This is a verse spoken by Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja in the Mahäbhärata, Vana-pärva (313.117).

So here... Teachers are generally brähmaëas. Not generally. To become teacher is the business of the brähmaëas. Brähmaëa means they have got six kinds of... Everyone must have livelihood. This material world is that you must work; otherwise you cannot get your livelihood. That is the law, whatever you may be. So the brähmaëas' means of livelihood, six things: paöhana päöhana yajana yäjana däna pratigraha. Paöhana means he must be a very learned scholar, study the Vedic literature, and must teach others also. That is brähmaëa's business. And in that way, whatever the disciples bring, that is his income. No salary, no contract, that "If you pay me hundred dollars or five hundred dollars weekly, then I can teach you." No. There is no such contract. Teaching is free. It is the business of a brähmaëa to give free education to everyone. Now, it is the... Just like in our institution, I am your teacher, but there is no such contract that you have to pay me. But you pay me more than anything. So paöhana päöhana, that is the means of livelihood of brähmaëa. And kñatriya, they are kings. They can levy tax of the citizens because they are giving protection from being hurt by others. Kñatriya means one who gives protection (to) a man being hurt by others. That is the real root meaning. Kñatriya. And vaiçya means they should, kåñi-gorakñya-väëijyam, they should engage themselves in producing foodstuff, foodgrains, kåñi, protect cows. Especially gorakñya. As the king is meant for giving protection to the man, similarly, a vaiçya is supposed to give protection to the cows, or they keep cows and produce milk products. They are vaiçya. And çüdra, simply service. So these are the different types of employment of different kinds of social order. And a king, the king has to see that everyone is employed. Not that hundreds of people are unemployed, and government has to give welfare, subsidy. Not like that. 

The king's duty is that everyone is independently

earning his livelihood. 

That is king's  duty.
Just like in Christian religion you go to church, "O God, give us our daily bread." But the atheist class, they are propagating, "For bread, why you are going to church? You make industry, you make business, and you get bread." But actually... We were just talking that there are so many unemployment. Our Karandhara prabhu was... No. Who was talking? Çyämasundara. Çyämasundara said that the computer... What is called, computer? It can do thousands of men's business. So they have discovered this machine. That means thousands of men will be unemployed. That is actually happening in your country due to so many machines. Now, take for example, formerly... You have seen the picture, Kåñëa, Våndävana picture, Kåñëa's father transferring Kåñëa. They were going on bullock carts, no motorcar. You have seen the picture. So formerly, transport was bullock carts. The cows and the bulls, the bulls were employed for agricultural purpose, for drawing the carts. 
So there was no necessity of motorcar. 
Now you have got motor, motor-tractor. 
You don't want the bullocks. 
Therefore kill them. 
(Ed: ether secretly by not taking personal responsibilty for them for their whole lives, shuffling them elsewhere to be out of sight and out of mind, or giving them to another unstable unqualified person to invariably suffer neglect, accidental death or slow starvation i.e. “losing condition” as their teeth wear down and fall out thereby unable to  compete with younger cows eating the emerging fresh short grass.)  
How you can utilize them? 
Therefore you must have slaughterhouse to kill them. And as soon as you kill them, then you have to eat them. 
(Ed: or indirectly encouraging others to by our wrong example of not engaging the bulls)
So this is the, I mean to say, entanglement. 
If you kill, then you become responsible for being killed. The subtle laws...

Therefore, without knowing our ultimate goal of life is Viñëu, na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum... [SB 7.5.31]. That is our interest. The human form of life is offered by nature after so much evolutionary process. Just to understand Viñëu, God, this is the only business. But instead of attending our real business, we are trying to be happy in other ways. Then you can say that "If we are engaged in real business, then how the economic question will be solved? We have to work." That's all right, you work. 
But work simple. Why you have invented so much botheration? Work is there. 
If you have cows and if you have got land, 
then you till the land, get grains, and there is milk, there is fruit, there is flower. 
Anywhere, you can live peacefully. Whole economic question is solved. 
And because we have forgotten, we have missed the real point, that our life is meant for God-realization. We are simply increasing botheration. Punaù punaç carvita. Adänta-gobhir viñatäà tamisram. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäù. The leaders are blind; we are also blind. So they are advising that "If you want to solve your economic problem, why you are going to church? Why you are going to temple? Come here, increase business, industry. Take loan and start business." That's all. This is going on. But actually, the more we are trying to mislead this people... Because they are thinking it is all right. They are... That the social condition is becoming more and more grave. That's a fact. We are trying to solve one problem, but many other problems are coming because we do not know what is the ultimate goal of life. Because we are missing the real point.[ ]

Civilized human being means God conscious, happy life, no trouble, no enviousness, everything happy, no hard labor. Why hard labor? Everything is there. 
You just employ your little intelligence, you get sufficient food by grains, by fruits, by flowers, milk. 
There is no difficulty if we remain in our own way. 
So that is the difficulty, that we do not know that our ultimate goal of life is God-realization. Then God has got all arrangement. You cannot produce fruits and grains in factory. They are given by God. Why? That "You eat them and be Kåñëa conscious, chant Hare Kåñëa." But we don't want that. We want slaughterhouse, unnecessarily. [ ]
So this is the problem. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëuà durañçayä ye bahir-artha mäninaù [SB 7.5.31]. They are trying to be happy by the arrangement of these material activities. Andhä yathändhair upanéyamänäs te 'péça-tantryäm. They do not know that the material nature is so strong that you cannot get out of it unless you are prepared to suffer more and more. 
If you take to natural life and live peacefully and take to Kåñëa consciousness, that is your real life. 
And if you simply increase botheration and problems, then you'll have to suffer. 
That is the position of modern civilization. Actually, superficially we see that material advancement of material science, people have got so many machines, so many facilities. But actually, they are in trouble. Just like I gave you one example: the computer machine. It can work for thousands of men. So thousands of men means the thousands of men must be unemployed. And especially in your country, they are taking advantage of this machine because the salary is If you want to pay to the worker, a big, big salary. So they want to save. They are taking machine, and they think they will save money, so many workers. But the workers are becoming unemployed. The government has to give them welfare. The government will tax. That's all. (laughter.) Government will not give money, welfare, from government's pocket. The government will increase your taxation. So you are..., you stop payment by importing some machine, now you have to pay that money to the government. This is called entanglement. This is a crude example. I don't say that you stop all this business, but the material world is like that. You want to solve something; instead of solving, you'll create so many problems. This is material life. Because our life is not meant for solving problems and creating problems. Our life is meant for understanding God. Then everything is all right. But that you have given up.

They do not know that you cannot go an inch beyond the stringent laws of material nature. That is not possible.

Then the next question is that how... People are not interested in Kåñëa consciousness, and then, they are misled by blind leaders. So how, what is the solution? That is Prahläda Mahäräja saying,

Therefore one has to take shelter of a pure devotee. That is the only solution. He says, naiñäà matis tävad urukramäìgrhim. The beginning was that "They are not interested in Kåñëa consciousness." Then how to become Kåñëa conscious if that is the solution? Then Prahläda Mahäräja says, naiñäà matis tävad: "So long one does not approach a pure devotee," mahéyasäà niñkiïcanänäm, "great personalities, who has no more any material interest," niñkiïcana, "and takes the dust of his lotus feet on the head..." Naiñäà matis tävad urukramäìghrim: "So long one does not approach such personality, there is no possibility of becoming Kåñëa conscious." Naiñäà matis tävad urukramäìghrim. As soon as one approaches the pure devotee and 
takes the dust of his lotus feet and puts it on his head, immediately, anartha apagamaù, he'll be freed from all this nonsense. 
That means he'll forget this idea that "Materially we can advance." 
This is the process. So we have to approach a niñkiïcana, who has nothing to do with this material world. His only ambition is to serve more Kåñëa. And if somebody approaches him and takes the dust of his lotus feet, then he can understand. Mahéyasäà päda-rajo-'bhiñekaà niñkiïcanänäà na våëéta yävat.

Devotee (5): Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Devotee (5): The spiritual master, his duty is to take all of his disciples back to home, back to Godhead, and I've heard it said that he doesn't leave until he has taken all his disciples back. What is the position of Lord Jesus when so many people are following but not doing, not in a position to go back to home, back to Godhead? Is he responsible for all of these people, who are attempting to serve him?

Prabhupäda: That is nice question. What is that? Repeat it again.
Devotee (5): Because the guru is responsible for taking all of his disciples back to home, back to Godhead, I was wondering what was the position of Lord Jesus Christ because so many people for so many years have been attempting to follow his teachings, many of them sincere but not getting proper instructions. 

I was wondering if he is responsible for all of these people who are attempting to serve him.
Prabhupäda: But one thing  IS we sing daily, yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo. 

You have to please  your spiritual master. But yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi, 

if you displease your spiritual master then you are nowhere. How do you adjust these things? 

It does not mean that because you have made somebody spiritual master, 

you displease him, at the same time he takes responsibility. Is it very nice?

Devotee (5): Many times...

Prabhupäda: If you please him, then he is responsible. Yasyäprasädän na gatiù kuto 'pi. 

If you displease him then you are nowhere. 

So, if you take it in this way, that my spiritual master has taken responsibility so whatever nonsense I do, it doesn't matter. The Christians are thinking like that. Jesus Christ has taken contract for all our sinful activities, so we can do anything, whatever we like. 

But that is not the fact. 

If one takes responsibility for you, you must ABIDE  by his order. 

Otherwise how is that, that he simply takes responsibility and you don't abide by his order? 

It is reciprocal. But the Christians are thinking, "Because we have taken to Christian religion, now we are safe. We can do anything we like and Lord Jesus Christ will compensate. He'll be every time crucified and we can go on doing all nonsense." Is it not? Then? That's not a very good idea. This is, as Viçvanätha Cakravarté said, yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädo. 

If you please your spiritual master, then God will be pleased. 

If you don't please him, then you are nowhere. 

So first of all you please Jesus Christ, that is reasonable, 

then he takes the responsibility. 

If you disobey Jesus Christ in every step, what is his responsibility? 

That is a misconception.

Devotee (5): There are some Christians who are actually sincere and they feel as though they are doing the proper thing, but they are just misled by the fact that there is no paramparä system coming from Lord Jesus. The churches are teaching the wrong thing, but they are sincere. (indistinct) Kåñëa will direct them (indistinct) the proper authority?

Prabhupäda: Yes. If they are actually following strictly the principles of Jesus Christ, then sometimes when he meets some pure devotee, he will accept. 

The groundwork will be nice for accepting farther advancement. 

Just like Jesus Christ says, "Thou shall not kill." So if anyone follows this principle, "No, I shall not kill," then he becomes purified. But who is that Christian who is not killing? So where is follow? Amongst the Christians the more killing process is going on very strongly. So who is a Christian? In that, if you disobey the first principle of Christianity, then where is your Christianity? Why you falsely claim that you are a Christian? "Thou shalt not covet." What is that next?

Devotee: "Thou shalt not kill."

Devotee: Honor thy mother and father?

Devotee: There is one about no adulteration.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So adulteration is going on, killing is going on. So many disobedience to Christian principles. So where is the possibility of becoming a Christian?

Devotee: "Honor thy mother and father" is not being respected.

Prabhupäda: Not... So many things. So, if you do not follow the principles of Christianity, simply by stamping yourself as Christian, will that do? So why Jesus Christ will be responsible for you? Simply by stamping yourself that "I am Christian." Is that very reasonable proposal?

Nara-Näräyaëa: Lord Jesus himself never claimed that he would be responsible. As a matter of fact, he would heal certain persons who by their karma were blind, or lame deaf, or some disease, even dead, he would bring them back to life, so many things. And then when he healed them, he invariably said after, he said, "Now go thou and sin no more lest the worst thing befall you." And he has been saved by Jesus personally, yet Jesus is saying, "lest the worst thing befall you." How can the worst thing befall you if everything he does then is all right? So that means Jesus does not take that responsibility.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Why he should be responsible? If you are not a Christian, why he should be responsible? Now, here he says that "Now you have sinned, full reaction I have washed, don't do it again."

Nara-Näräyaëa: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: But they are going to church, confessing every week, and doing the same thing. 

Who is a Christian, first of all find out, then Jesus Christ will take responsibility.

Devotee: They are gambling and eating flesh right in the churches, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: That's all right, I mean to say, if you don't follow the Christian principles, how you can claim yourself to become a Christian and how you can ask Jesus Christ to take responsibility for you? These are misleading, therefore people are coming disgusted. Otherwise Christian religion is all right. It teaches love of Godhead, teaches to become moral, it teaches to love people, that's nice. These are good principles.

Viñala: So, Çréla Prabhupäda, in the Bible it says, "Thou shalt not kill", and the Christians say, "Yes, thou shalt not kill but you can kill animals." (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: That is rascaldom. Where it is written that thou shalt not kill animals? "Thou shalt not kill." "Thou shalt not kill," means you shall not kill anything. [break]

Devotee: ...because Jesus ate fish. (laughter)

Devotee (6): He said, "The fish can say, 'Its not what goes in your mouth, its what comes out of your mouth that's important.' "

Devotee: Because Jesus ate fish.

Prabhupäda: Jesus said?

Devotee (6): He said that the... [break]

Prabhupäda: (indistinct) allowed.

Devotee (6): But if there's no vegetables you have to eat something.

Çyämasundara: I read an article once that said...

Prabhupäda: No, no, the thing is that one has to eat. And whatever you eat that is coming out of some living entity, even if you eat vegetables. The vegetable has also life, the tree, the plant. So, the real explanation is that you take which is offered to Kåñëa. That is nice philosophy. Killing you have to do, either you kill vegetable or animal, killing you have to do. Therefore our proposition is that you take the prasädam of Kåñëa, so if killing is bad then the responsibility goes to Kåñëa. We take Kåñëa's prasädam. This is the method. And Bhagavad-gétä says, yajïa-çiñöäçinaù mucyante sarva kilbiñaiù. Suppose you don't kill animal, but you kill vegetables, but still you are responsible. Bhuïjate te tv aghaà päpä ye pacanty ätma-käraëät [Bg. 3.13]. Anyone who is preparing food for his personal eating, he's eating all sinful activities. It may be vegetables or animals, it doesn't matter. Bhuïjate te tv aghaà päpä. So this is the best formula. 

But therefore, for crude people, those who are accustomed to killing, for them this is best advice, "Thou shalt not kill". 

Next stage-prasädam. 

(Ed:THEN next stage prasadam from foodstuffs produced OURSELVES from protected cows and bulls)

First of all let them stop. Generally, what is meant by killing... Actually vegetarians, they do not kill, because if you take fruit from the tree, the tree is not killed. Is it not?

Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: You take grains, just like paddy or wheat. These plants, after producing the fruit, the grain, automatically they die. You are not killing. So, those who are taking fruits, vegetable, grains, they are not actually killing. You take the milk... What is milk? Milk is transformation of the blood. So, cow's milk means cow's blood, 

but still  the cow is not killed. 

(ED: ONLY IF we follow THE ORDER to COOPERATE and “be SATISFIED by OUR food, OUR cloth and  OUR MILK. THAT’S ALL. Let the whole world go to hell. We don’t care. If you want to SAVE YOURSELF ALSO, you DO THIS.” Jan 21st. 1977 )

Cow's blood is nutritious, accepting this theory. Karnish (?), karnish it is called? Cow's blood? What is the meaning of karnish (?)? But by nature's way she is delivering you the blood which is nutritious—according to your science—but why you should kill her? So any circumstances, the direct killing is not approved by any çästra, any religion. Jéva hiàsä. Caitanya Mahäprabhu also says, niñiddhäcära jéva-hiàsä. So, jiva hiàsä, violence upon other animals, that is against Vaiñëava principle. You cannot be violent, you cannot kill.

Devotee (2): "Thou shalt not kill" is one of the ten commandments which is much older than Jesus' teachings. Moses delivered the ten commandments to the people of Israel thousands of years before Jesus appeared. So they knew all this before Jesus.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee (2): They lived by the ten commandments, or were expected to, way before Jesus appeared. The ten commandments are Moses, Moses' teachings.

Nara-Näräyaëa: They were all very much meat-eaters, though. In the time of Moses all the laws of kashruth, how to sanitary slaughter, which is supposedly given by God, these were all for meat-eating.

Devotee: That came after the Book of Misrad. Misrad recommends vegetarian.

Nara-Näräyaëa: Really?

Devotee: And also Lord Jesus says that if there is unnecessary killing of animal that "By my hand you shall be slain.". In Genesis. He is stating, "Yes, one may kill, but if there is unnecessary killing, by my hand you shall be slain." In Genesis.

Devotee (1): Also, in Genesis is says that the fruits and herbs of the land shall be your meat. It's describing how man should live and it says that fruits and herbs of the land shall be your meat.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they were meat-eaters, so Jesus Christ replies that fruit should be your meat.

Devotee: The whole key is that (indistinct) disregard everything that has been taught in the past and listen to me. He speaks so many things and he does not lay out so many basic principles about the eating of flesh, having illicit sex connections and so many things. He speaks just slightly touching the subject. He doesn't really give any basic principles. So they always say, "Well, its okay to do this, its okay to do that, because Jesus said forget everything that was said in the past. That's their basic principle.

Devotee (1): And he also said, "I've not come to change the law." He did not come to change the law.

Devotee: That's just their standpoint. (indistinct) I don't mean to argue.

Çyämasundara: The knowledge that we have of Jesus was not direct, but it was written down up to a 100 or 200 years later in another language called Aramaic, and scholars recently have discovered that wherever Jesus refers to fish, distributing fish, that that word actually refers to a type of sea plant that grows in the Sea of Galilee which they make a type of bread out of. And it's not really fish but a type of vegetarian bread. This is what I read in an article. So, we don't have... (laughter)

Devotee (7) (lady): Çréla Prabhupäda, there was a fish on Laksmi's hand yesterday. The Deity in the temple, where Laksmi had her hand up like this, there was a fish here across her hand. What is this?

Prabhupäda: That is a mark, mark.

Devotee (7): Its not a fish.

Prabhupäda: Not actual fish.

Devotee (7): (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: Not that Lakñméjé eats fish. (laughter) There are many other marks also.

Devotee (7): So, it's an auspicious mark. Would it be better if we gave up the eating of vegetables then?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Devotee (7): Would it be better if we gave up eating vegetables?

Prabhupäda: You cannot eat anything accept Kåñëa prasädam. Even if we eat vegetables, that is also sin. Bhagavad-gétä clearly says, bhuïjate te tv agham päpä, ye pacanty ätma-käraëät [Bg. 3.13]. If you prepare very nice pure foodstuff for eating yourself, then still you are eating sins. You have to prepare anything very nicely, offer it to Kåñëa, then you take, then you will be free from all sin. Yajïa-çiñöäçinaù santo. Even there is sin... Sin there must be. Just like you are cooking, you are taking water from the jug, there are so many germs you are killing. The killing responsibility is there. In the higher sense, "Thou shalt not kill", means you have to take the prasädam of Kåñëa.
Nara-Näräyaëa: Jaya!

Prabhupäda: Otherwise, even you do ordinary killing, vegetable killing, you are killing so many germs. So in higher sense if you take this principle of Bible, "Thou shalt not kill," that means you must eat Kåñëa prasädam, otherwise you will be killing. And whichever you do, it will be killing. So our process is perfect, take Kåñëa prasädam. Hm?

Viçäkhä: What happens to the jéva souls who were fruits and vegetables that were offered to Kåñëa?

Prabhupäda: Yes, there is jéva also. I say that even vegetable you are killing, but that killing responsibility goes to Kåñëa. We are killing for Kåñëa. Suppose in the vegetable there is life, but we are preparing food for Kåñëa.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 2.3.19        Los Angeles, June 14, 1972
Pradyumna: "And even stones are eatables for a particular type of animal or bird. But the human being is not meant for eating everything and anything, save grains, vegetables, fruits, milk, sugar, etc. Animal food is not meant for the human being. For chewing solid food the human being has a particular type of teeth meant for cutting fruits and vegetables. The human being is endowed with two canine teeth as a concession..."

Prabhupäda: Our teeth is just like... You take fruit, you can easily cut. But if you take meat, bite... That is not natural. Unnaturally. But you take fruit, immediately you cut. and... So that is discrimination, that "We have to take some food, but what kind of food we shall take?" 

So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is that you take only kåñëa-prasädam, that's all. 

You save yourself. 

Even if I cannot discriminate, Kåñëa's prasädam I take, it is transcendental. I don't require any discrimination. Don't require. Kåñëa-prasädam. And Kåñëa says, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati [Bg. 9.26]. 

We offer Krsna foodstuffs, what He  wants. 
Kåñëa is God. He can take anything. He can eat the whole world. And eating the whole world means all animals, all men, all everything, vegetables, not vegetables.

Everything goes in His... Just like Yaçodä-mä saw within the mouth of the whole universe. (sic) So Kåñëa can take everything. But He does not take. 

Because He is appeared to educate us. 

Therefore He is giving very importance, cow-keeping tending the cows. 

Personally. 

Personally taking, protect cows. 

He is stealing butter, showing us that "These things should be stolen. 

If you have no money, then you steal and eat." (laughter) You see? These things are eatables. You see. 

Produce huge quantity of milk, 

and make so many preparation out of it, 

and become happy. 

(Ed: by following the Supreme Personality of Godhead’s ORDER and EXAMPLE of PROTECTING cows and subsisting on THEIR milk products ALONE)

This is the instruction Kåñëa is giving. 

Otherwise what Kåñëa business, He has got to do some such business? No. He is teaching us. 

(Ed: “I have nothing to do. STILL I work to show the right example otherwise all the worlds will be put into RUIN”- B.G. Third Chapter- see verses 22-24)

Even the urine in cow is valuable. Stool of cow is valuable. Kåñëa in His..., while He is crawling on the yard, He captures the tail of a calf and he drags him, and he is smeared with all stools and urine of the cows. Kåñëa enjoys. 

He is showing that even the stool and urine of cow is valuable, 

what to speak of its milk. 

Cow is so important.

Personally, the Supreme Personality of Godhead is teaching us. 

And He is ordering in the Bhagavad-gétä, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati [Bg. 9.26]. He is mentioning especially vegetables, grains, fruits. 

But not that everyone can offer Kåñëa all these things. No. He says yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. 

He does not accept anything from the hands of a nondevotee. 

Therefore the non-initiated student cannot offer Him. 

He doesn't accept. 

He says especially yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. 

He must be  devotee. 

He is not hungry that He has come to your temple to eat. No. He is giving food to all the living entities. Eko bahünäà vidadhäti kämän. That one Kåñëa is giving all the necessities of life to all the living entities. So what we can offer? We cannot offer anything. Everything belongs to Kåñëa. Still He is very kind. He comes before you as you can handle Him, as you can dress Him, as you can wash Him, you can touch His lotus feet. Kåñëa is giving you chance. It is very difficult to approach Kåñëa, but Kåñëa is so kind that He has appeared in your temple and He is accepting. 

According to the rules and regulation, 

(Ed: with love and devotion by obeying the final orders of His Divine Grace from the Bhagavad Gita i.e foodstuffs produced through the sacrifice of chanting AND performance of the prescribed duties of the four varnas cooperating to subsist only on the production of cow and bull protection or that of nature)

if you offer, He will accept. (Ed: as above)

Bhagavad-gétä 2.1-11               Johannesburg, October 17, 1975

That training is not there. 

neither kñatriya, 

neither  PURE vaisya  class. 

We are proud of our business, vaiçya, 

but vaiçya means  kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. 

Vaiçya means they should take care of the cows, cow protection, go-rakñya. 

Why go-rakñya? Why not other animal rakñya? Kåñëa has not said "animal rakñya" or "janawal-(?) rakñya." Go-rakñya. The cow is very, very important animal. If you want to advance your spiritual consciousness, then you must have sufficient milk and sufficient grains. That is civilization. 

Therefore it is the DUTY of the vaiçyas to produce food grain. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. Annäd. In the society, if you have got sufficient anna, both the animals and the man, they will be happy. These are the instruction in the Bhagavad-gétä, 

everything practical. 

If we follow Bhagavad-gétä from all angles of vision—

social, political, economical, religious, cultural—

you will be perfect. 

This is Bhagavad-gétä. 

We are therefore taken up this mission, 

to preach Bhagavad-gétä as it is to solve all the problems of the world. 

That is Aryan civilization. 

Aryan civilization means following the principles of Bhagavad-gétä.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.1           Los Angeles, December 29, 1973

So similarly, vaiçya. 

Vaiçya, they should be trained in three things, productive—kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]—kåñi, agriculture; go-rakñya, cow protection. Go-rakñya. 

That is essential, agricultural and cow protection. And väëijyam. Väëijyam means trade. 

If there is excess milk product, if there is excess grain product, then you can sell to others. Nowadays the trade is that you take as much milk as you can, and then kill the animal and sell the flesh to other countries. That is going on. No. Go-rakñya. Go-rakñya. Cow protection is very, very essential in human society because it gives the milk, the miracle food. You can prepare hundreds and thousands of preparation, all not only delicious, but brain-maintaining. You can get good brain. Therefore go-rakñya, cow protection is especially recommended, not that animal protection. If you want to eat meat, you can eat many other animals. There are. But don't eat the cows. This is Vedic civilization.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.1      Johannesburg, October 20, 1975

Brähmaëa-kñatriya-vaiçya. Vaiçya means the productive class of men. 

Their business is how to produce food for all the society and give protection to the cows. Kåñi-gorakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg 18.44]. 

There must be sufficient milk in the human society. If you drink more milk and milk products, then your brain will be very sharp. 

You will understand things very nicely, correctly. 

Therefore milk is very important. In the Vedic çästra cow protection is recommended. Why? Because milk is very, very important thing. Milk is... What about the meat-eaters? If there are meat-eaters, they can eat other animals, but especially they should not eat the cow. They should give them protection. So because the vaiçyas, the first class, second class, 

third class, they are meant for producing food for the society... So milk is very important. Therefore it is recommended, kåñi-gorakñya-väëijyam. 

And if there is excess, they can trade. 

And this is the first class, second class, third class. And those who cannot act as first-class men or as second-class men or third-class men—that means fourth-class men—they are called laborer or worker class of men. So it is not that because one person is belonging to the worker class and another person is becoming the first class, there is differentiation. No. 

Everyone is important. 

Just like in this body the head is very important. That is a fact. 

If the head is cut off, then whole body is finished. 

But that does not mean that head is simply required without leg. 

Leg is also required; the hand is also required; the belly is also required. 

Similarly, the first-class man, the second-class man, the third-class man and the fourth-class man, 

all of them are equal provided they are adjusted for the higher aim of life, 

the higher aim of life—the brain. 

The brain means... First-class brain means to realize self, to understand God, 

and do accordingly. This is required. 

This is called varëäçrama-dharma. 

So unless one takes to the varëäçrama-dharma  as they are  prescribed, 

it is NOT human society. 

It is cats' and dogs' society, and you cannot be happy, 

however you may adjust, in a Society who is filled up with cats and dogs. That is not possible.
Bhagavad-gétä 18.41                Stockholm, September 7, 1973

The third-class means kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. 

Third-class means mercantile traders. 

They should produce food, enough kåñi, agricultural products, and go-rakñya. 

Now we see instead of go-rakñya... Go-rakñya means protection to the cows. Instead of protection to the cows, they are killing the cows. 

How you can have perfect Society? Cows must be protected. It is so important animal. 

It is giving the you nectarean food milk, and from milk, 

you can save your children, you can save your diseased persons. 

And how it is that you take the cow's milk and send it for slaughterhouse. Oh, this is not, not at all human civilization. Here it is said go-rakñya. You should give all protection to this important animal. Kåñëa does not say that you should protect the pigs and hogs or other animals. He especially meant the cows because cow is very important animal to the human society. If there are meat-eaters, they can kill other animals, but they should not kill the cow. 

This is, if you want actually Society: Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam 
(Ed: all varnas subsisting on production from cow and bull protection)

And these persons, they let them produce enough food grains, and where there is no, there is scarcity of food grain, let them supply there. 

That is called trade. Väëijyam. Väëijyam.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.5.22               Våndävana, August 3, 1974

And vaiçya: kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. 

The vaiçya is doing the kåñi, agriculture. 

Why he should depend on...? 

Take some land  from the government. 

You produce your food. Where is the difficulty? Keep some cows. You get milk. Vaiçya-karma svabhäva... Go-rakñya. If you have got excess, then make trade. Why you should depend  on others?

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.2.6                  Calcutta, February 26, 1974

So people should be trained up as brähmaëa, as kñatriya, as vaiçya. 

Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. The vaiçya's duty is to produce food grains, agriculture, and give protection to the cows, and if you have got surplus foodstuff, you can make trade where there is shortage.

Philosophy Discussions with Hayagriva das : Socrates

At night they sleep or enjoy sex, nidrayä hriyate naktaà vyaväyena, and in daytime they hanker after money, runs the motorcar head-break speed, neck-break speed.                          

Hayagréva: Breakneck.

Prabhupäda: Breakneck. And then what is the business? Searching out some means of food, exactly like the hog, he is loitering here and there, "Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool?" And this is going on in the polished way as civilization. There is so much risk, as running these cars so many people are dying. There is record, it is very dangerous. At least I feel as soon as I go to the street, it is dangerous. The motorcar are running so speedy, and what is the business? The business is where to find out food. So therefore it is condemned that this kind of civilization is hoggish civilization. This hog is running after, "Where is stool? Where is stool? Where is stool?" And you are running in a car. The same. Purpose is the same: "Where is stool?" Purpose is the same. Therefore this is not advancement of civilization. 

Advancement of civilization is, as Kåñëa advises, that you require food, 

so produce food grain. 

Remain wherever you are. 

You can produce food grain anywhere, a little labor. 

And keep cows, go-rakñya, kåñi-go-rakñya väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. Solve your problem like... Produce your food wherever you are there. Till little, little labor, and you will get your whole year's food. And distribute the food to the animal, cow, and eat yourself. The cow will eat the refuse. You take the rice, and the skin you give to the cow. From dahl you take the grain, and the skin you give to the... And fruit, you take the fruit, and the skin you give to the cow, and he will give you milk. So why should you kill him? (Ed: buy from the slaughterhouse dairy?)

Milk is the miraculous food; 

therefore Kåñëa says kåñi-go-rakñya väëijyaà vaiçya [Bg. 18.44]. 

Give protection to the cow, take milk from it, (Ed: PROTECTED cows)

and eat food grains—

your food problem is solved. 

Where is food problem? 
Why should you invent such civilization always full of anxieties, 

running the car here and there, 

and fight with other nation, and economic development? 

What is this civilization? 

Therefore we require to take to Kåñëa consciousness  to become happy 

every way- 

economically, philosophically, religiously, culturally, everything. 

That is Kåñëa consciousness.…to home, back to Godhead. 
That is intelligence. 

Govardhana Püjä Lecture New York, November 4, 1966

Nanda Mahäräja was a farm man. He is agriculture and cows. The mercantile people, the vaiçya community, they are recommended three things: kåñi-go-raksya-väëijyam [Bg. 18.44]. Kåñi means agriculture, and go-rakñya means cow protection, and väëijyam means trade. So Nanda Mahäräja belonged to the vaiçya community. So he was well-to-do man, very rich man, and he had 900,000's of cows. 900,000 of cows he was protecting. Formerly, according to Vedic civilization, a man was considered to be rich man in proportion of his stock of grains and livestock, cows. That's all. Dhänyena dhanavän. A man was considered to be rich man if he has sufficient quantity of grains in his possession. Similarly, if one has sufficient number of cows in his possession, he was considered rich man. 
Not that bank balance. There was no such bank, neither this paper money. 
They actually possessing the foodstuff and milk. 
And actually this is economic solution. 
If you have got sufficient milk, then you can make so many nice nutritious, full of vitamin values preparation and grains. There is no question of economic starvation if you have got simply grains and cows. So that was the standard of economic solution in days yore.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.45        Laguna Beach, July 26, 1975

So similarly, we are running so fast for going to hell.
This is our position, 

because we do not know what is the destination.
If I do not know what is the destination and try to drive my car in full speed, then what will be the result?          

The result will be disaster.
They are constructing big, big roads, motorcars, and skyscraper building, but there is no assurance that you'll be able to enjoy it. That is not possible. At any moment, finished. Your skyscraper building, your big, big road, your big, big motorcars, it will remain where you manufactured and you have to leave. That they do not see. This is called müòha. Müòho näbhijänäti.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 7.6.9             Våndävana, December 11, 1975

So we are just trying to introduce the real civilization. 

Actually there is no civilization at the present moment. They are simply cats and dogs and fighting one another. There is no civilization. This is not civilization. 

Atheists, demons, they are predominating. 

and because they have got big, big skyscraper building and many motorcars, 

India has   become victimized: "Oh, without this motorcar and without this skyscraper building, we are condemned." So they are trying to imitate. 

They have forgotten their own culture, 

the best culture, Vedic culture. 

So it is the first time that 
we are trying to conquer over the demonic culture 

with this Vedic culture.

This is the first time. So it is very pleasing that you have joined this movement. 

If you want to make the human society happy, 

give them THIS culture of Kåñëa consciousness. 

Room Conversation                April 27, 1976, Auckland, New Zealand

At the present moment, it is rascal situation. They're simply satisfied by driving the motor.... putputputputputputputputput! (Prabhupäda makes the sound of a roaring motor). They are thinking, "Oh, how highly I am situated." All crazy. But this has been taught to them that "This is civilization. If you have got a motorcycle and you can come like the wild cat, (all laugh) then you are civilized." 

They are thinking how great civilized they are; we are thinking how wild cat he is. And what is the difference between wild cat and running dog and this motorcycle? Put-put? What is the difference?                            

Devotee (2): Nothing.  

Prabhupäda: And they're taking it, highly civilized way of life. 

Where you are going?
You cannot go beyond this earth.
You attempted so much to go to the moon planet, you failed. And where you can go, put-put-put-put? You'll have to stay here. But that rascal does not understand. 

He thinks, "I am going very fast." 
Where you are going? You are destined to stay here.
That he does not understand. Not only this put-put motorcycle, the put-put airplane also. They're also trying to go to this planet around, round. That sputnik, first sputnik, eighteen thousand miles, and they simply rounded over the world in one hour and twenty-five minutes. And where did you go? And when he's tired, then come down again. They cannot understand, these so-called scientists, that we cannot go in this way. There is higher authority. Why it will allow us to go anywhere? 

Just like the horse running fast, but within the race course.

That's all. It cannot go beyond the race course.
And similarly, however heroic expedition we may show, you are, what is called, baddha-jéva, conditioned. You cannot cross the condition, that is not possible. Ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate [Bg. 3.27]. A rascal, on account of his false prestige, he is thinking, "Oh, I am independent. I can do whatever I like." Vimüòhätmä, foolish, rascal. Müòha, not. Vimüòhätmä, "especially the rascal, a special rascal." 
Ordinary rascal is better than the special rascal. (laughs) 

So all these scientists, philosophers, and political leaders, they're all special rascal, they are.

Devotee (2): Vimüòha.

Prabhupäda: Ordinary man, they're simply rascal, and these rascals are special rascals.

Guru-kåpä: Vimüòhä nänupaçyanti paçyanti jïäna-cakñuñaù.

Prabhupäda: Hmm. Hmm. 

So don't be vimüòhas. Better remain müòha. 

Not special rascal. (end)
The Nectar of Devotion        Våndävana, October 30, 1972

So prakåti and puruña... Kåñëa is puruña. Puruñaà çäçvatam. Arjuna has described, puruñaà çäçvatam. Paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramaà bhavän, puruñaà çäçvatam ädyam [Bg. 10.12]. "You are the original puruña, enjoyer." That is Kåñëa consciousness. If we know that Kåñëa is the original person, enjoyer, and we are simply enjoyed... We are meant for being enjoyed, not to take the post of enjoyer. Here, in this material world, everyone is artificially trying to become enjoyer, both men and women. But that is illusion. Nobody's enjoyer. Bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäà sarva-loka-maheçvaram [Bg. 5.29]. The supreme enjoyer is Kåñëa. So just like prakåti-puruña, we can get one idea, husband and wife. Husband is puruña, wife is prakåti. So if the wife is faithful, always trying to serve the husband, always to make her husband pleased, and husband takes care of the wife for all her necessities of life, as that home life becomes very beautiful and happy, similarly, Kåñëa is the Supreme Puruña, enjoyer. 

We living entities, if we simply try to serve Him and make Him happy, as the gopés did, then it is very congenial atmosphere as it was in Våndävana. 

Everyone is serving Kåñëa. Everyone is trying to please Kåñëa. 

The birds, the beasts, the trees, the land, the water, the cowherd boys, the gopés, Kåñëa's father, mother, elderly people—everyone—the central point is Kåñëa. 

That is Våndävana. 

So we can have Våndävana anywhere and everywhere. 

Våndävana is not that limited. It is not material. As Kåñëa is not limited... Kåñëa says in the Brahma-saàhitä, goloka eva nivasaty akhilätma-bhütaù [Bs. 5.37]. Just like Kåñëa says that patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati, tad aham açnämi [Bg. 9.26]. Now, one can say that "Kåñëa is far, far away in the Goloka Våndävana. How He will eat?" That is material conception. Kåñëa can eat even He is in Goloka Våndävana, provided the foodstuff is offered  by a devotee. Yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. It is a question of bhakti. Then Kåñëa eats. Kåñëa is present in His Goloka Våndävana, in His dhäma. 

He does not go out, but His expansion goes out and takes, accepts the service of the devotee. 

This is the bhagavat-tattva-vijïänam. One should understand the bhagavat-tattva-vijïänam. It is a science, how He takes... We have got our limited sense that "I am sitting here." If you offer my foodstuff some yards off from me, I cannot reach, because I am limited. 

But Kåñëa can expand His hand. 

He Himself  comes. 

(Ed: IF we “Make Vrndavana” by following the pure devotee resident of Vrndavana and most dear servant of Srimati Vrndavanesvari His Divine Grace’s instruction to produce our own food, cloth and MILK, offer THAT to Krsna and eat ONLY THAT and always hear, chant and glorify Him, then the original son of Maharaja Nanda will be pleased to reside there along with His associates to accept that irresistible service.) 

Svayam eva sphuraty adhaù. Kåñëa becomes manifest to the devotee. Ataù çré-kåñëa-nämädi na bhaved grähyam indriyaiù, sevonmukhe hi jihvädau [Cc. Madhya 17.136]. 

When one becomes devotee, beginning from the tongue, jihvädau, by chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, sevonmukhe hi jihvädau, svayam eva sphuraty adhaù, He becomes revealed. Yei näma sei kåñëa. 

That is the perfection of chanting without any offenses. 

Then you'll find the name is not different from Kåñëa. When you are chanting, you'll find Kåñëa is dancing on your tongue. This is the conclusion.

So we have to learn how to chant. 

Therefore in the çästras, in the Puräëas, the ten kinds of offenses are described. 

And Çréla Jéva Gosvämé has given very much stress to avoid these offenses. 

Çuddha-näma. In the beginning we cannot chant pure form of the name, because we are accustomed... But still, by chanting process, then it becomes nämäbhäsa, almost pure. Äbhäsa means just like before sunrise, you find the darkness is off, but it is not sunlight. It is different from sunlight, but still, there is the dawn, you can see everything distinctly. 

Similarly, first there is offensive name and, if you avoid, 

avoid the ten kinds of offenses, then gradually it becomes nämäbhäsa. 

And Çréla Haridäsa Öhäkura has said, Namäcärya, that by nämäbhäsa, one becomes liberated. There was some argument with Haridäsa Öhäkura and one brähmaëa in the office of Raghunätha däsa Gosvämé's father, uncle. So there were some high level talks on this nämäbhäsa. 

So by nämäbhäsa one becomes liberated. 

By chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra offensive, one becomes materially happy or distressed, 

but when one comes to the stage of nämäbhäsa, he becomes liberated. 

And when he chants pure name, there is Kåñëa-prema. 

Just like Rüpa Gosvämé: he was chanting. We are also chanting. But we are not in the stage of Rüpa Gosvämé or Sanätana Gosvämé and Haridäsa Öhäkura. Actually, if we come to that stage then there will be Kåñëa-prema, love of Kåñëa. Just like Rüpa Gosvämé said that "What shall I chant with one tongue and two ears? If there were millions of tongues and trillions of ears, I could chant something." 
And we cannot finish even sixteen rounds, 

because we have not created our taste for chanting. 

Still we are in the nämäparädha stage. But don't be disappointed. Go on chanting. 

You'll come to the right position, nämäbhäsa, then çuddha-näma. 

Everything requires gradual development.

So this näma is also another incarnation of Kåñëa. Näma-rüpe kali-käle kåñëa-avatära. Name is... Because name and Kåñëa is not different. Abhinnatväd näma-näminoù. There is no difference. Here, in the material world, there is difference between the name and the substance, but advaya-jïäna, in the Absolute world there is no such distinction. The name and the person, the same, identical. So actually, when we chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, we directly associate with Kåñëa, because name is the incarnation of Kåñëa. Näma-rüpe kåñëa-avatära. Therefore, if we are sensible, then we should take very much respectful attitude to the name, because name and Kåñëa, the same. 

Suppose Kåñëa comes here. How much respectful we shall be, immediately. 

So similarly, when we chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, we should know Kåñëa is there. 

Therefore we should be very much cautious and respectful, not neglectful. 

That is offense. That is offense. 

If you become inattentive, that is offense. You should know this. Try to avoid. 

Kåñëa is giving us chance to meet Him in so many ways: näma, rüpa, lélä, parikara, vasiñöha. 

He is giving us chance in the form of name, in the form of Deity, in the form of His pastimes, in the form of His paraphernalia. 

Just like this Våndävana. 

Våndävana is as good as Kåñëa. Caitanya Mahäprabhu has said. It is not my manufacture. Ärädhyo bhagavän vrajeça-tanayas tad-dhäma våndävana. As Kåñëa, the Brajendra-nandana Hari, Kåñëa, as He is worshipable, similarly His dhäma is worshipable. We should be very much respectful to Våndävana-dhäma; otherwise we'll be offender. Dhämäparädha. Dhämäparädha. If we remain in Våndävana we should know that we are living with Kåñëa. And how much we should be cautious, how much we should be careful if we are actually understand what is dhäma. 

Dhäma is also Kåñëa. 

If in the dhäma we commit sinful activities, then we are, what is called, 

suiciding, committing suicide. It is a fact.

You know the story of Yamala-arjuna. So they were given the place in the dhäma, Våndävana-dhäma, as a tree, but they had to waste time for so many hundreds years. Although there is guarantee, anyone who is in dhäma, he'll get the shelter of the lotus feet of Kåñëa, but not... 

Why should we waste your time to become a tree or a monkey or a hog or a dog? 

Don't waste. You should be very careful. Don't commit any offense in the dhäma. Then one life is sufficient to go back to home, back to Godhead. Tyaktvä dehaà punar janma naiti mäm eti kaun... [Bg. 4.9]. 

If you actually live in Våndävana carefully, without committing any offense and sinful life, 

then in this life you are going to Kåñëa. 
Kåñëa says, janma karma me divyaà yo jänäti tattvataù. To live in Våndävana means to know Kåñëa—how He appeared there, how He played here, how He executed His pastimes here. Janma karma divyam. These are all celestial, all transcendental. Jaya rädhä-mädhava kuïja-vihäré.

So this is Våndävana life of Kåñëa. So if we know Kåñëa, tattvataù... This tattvataù we discussed this morning.

manuñyäëäà sahasreñu

kaçcid yatati siddhaye

yatatäm api siddhänäà

kaçcit vetti mäà tattvataù

 [Bg. 7.3]

So those who are living in Våndävana, they should try to understand Kåñëa tattvataù. That is their business. 

Not that take advantage of Våndävana and make some anyäbhiläña, jïäna-karma. 

No. That means we are wasting time. You'll get the chance because you have come to Våndävana. Våndävana's so powerful. 

But if we commit offense and sinful activities, it will be delayed. 

My Guru Mahäräja used to say that 

"Don't waste time. Don't wait for another life. 

In this life, finish this business, to understand Kåñëa, and go back home, back to Godhead." That is required. If one is businessman... Just like in business they want to execute business free, finish the business very quickly, similarly, because we see that such a devotee like Bhärata Mahäräja, because he was little attached to a calf, a deer calf... What is called?

Devotee: Fawn.
Prabhupäda: Fawn. Yes. So he had to take the life of a deer next life. Just see. Such a great devotee, but because he was a little attached... Yaà yaà väpi smaran loke tyajaty ante kalevaram [Bg. 8.6]. So we should be very careful that even in Våndävana, if we miss the point, if we are attached to something, then we have to accept another life, either as beast or tree. 

Of course, the chance will be given to become a tree and beast in Våndävana. 

That is also profitable, because next life, he's going back to home, back to Godhead. 

But why should we waste another life in this way? So Kåñëa-näma rüpe-avatära. 

So we should respect chanting of Hare Kåñëa mantra with very care, carefulness, cautious so that we may not commit any offense. 

Then your business is successful. Nämnad baläd yasya hi päpa-buddhiù. 

If somebody thinks that "I am living in Våndävana. I am chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra. So if I do something sinful, what it will do...?" Eka näma, kåñëa-näme yata päpa kare, päpi haya tata päpa karite näraya (?). "So what sinful I am doing? A little sinful..." Yes, little sinful will be excused. 

But if it is done not willingly, but if you commit sinful activities willingly, daily, then you'll be punished. 

That is laws of nature. Even if you are bhakta. 

You'll be given chance, but you'll have to be punished. So therefore we must be very careful. 

We are chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra means dealing with Kåñëa directly. 
Therefore we must be very careful, cautious, respectful. Then it is nice, it is success. Read. Next.

Pradyumna: "For example, great demons like Rävaëa, Kaàsa and Hiraëyakaçipu were always thinking of Kåñëa, but they were thinking of Him as their enemy. This sort of thinking cannot be accepted as bhakti, or Kåñëa consciousness."

Prabhupäda: Yes. As Rävaëa and Kaàsa was thinking of Kåñëa as enemy, 

similarly, if we think of Kåñëa that "He'll wash my sinful activities," 

that means you are thinking like Rävaëa and Kaàsa. 

Kåñëa should be thought favorably. Änukülyena kåñëänuçélanam. Na prätikülyena. No. You cannot think of Kåñëa and commit sinful life at the same time. That is prätiküla. 

Kåñëa does not want that you shall remain sinful, because you cannot approach Kåñëa without being free from sinful activities. 

Yeñäm anta-gataà päpam. 

Kåñëa is pavitra, paramam. Apäpa-viddham. These are the description. Kåñëa is the Supreme Pure. You cannot approach the Supreme Pure being sinful and make Kåñëa your order-supplier, that you go on committing sinful life and Kåñëa will wash it. 

Kåñëa washes it—once, twice, thrice. 

But if you consciously go on, continue the sinful life, 
then you'll have to be punished. So we should not think pervertedly, like Rävaëa and Kaàsa. Kaàsa was always absorbed in thinking of Kåñëa. Also he got salvation. But not as associate, but he merged into the Brahman effulgence.

So these are the points. Änukülyena kåñëänuçélanam [Cc. Madhya 19.167]. 

We should execute cultivation of Kåñëa consciousness very favorably, not unfavorably. 

Favorable means by which Kåñëa becomes pleased, 

by which your spiritual master becomes pleased. 

Because when your spiritual master is pleased, Kåñëa is pleased. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. 

So spiritual master is representative of Kåñëa. 

Just like in office, you do not see the proprietor, but your immediate officer, if you can please, then you get promotion, increment, so many things. 

Similarly, Kåñëa sends His representative. Äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän nävamanyeta karhicit [SB 11.17.27]. So, so pleasing the äcärya means pleasing Kåñëa. Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura says, yasya prasädad bhagavat-prasädaù. 

So änukülyena kåñëänuçélanam means 

when you have  accepted  the  bona fide spiritual master, 

you should  W  O  R  K  i n S U C H  a  w a y
that your spiritual master is pleased with you. 

Then you, your  path is very clear. 

Don't do anything which is against the will of the spiritual master. 

Because we cannot see Kåñëa eye to eye at the present moment. 

The direction is coming through disciplic succession. 

Evaà paramparä-präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. 

So we should follow favorably to cultivate Kåñëa consciousness. 

Then our life is successful. Go on.

Pradyumna: "The impersonalists sometimes misunderstand devotional service in such a way that they divide Kåñëa from His paraphernalia and pastimes. For example, the Bhagavad-gétä is spoken on the Battlefield of Kurukñetra, and the impersonalists say that although Kåñëa is of interest, the Battlefield of Kurukñetra isn't. The devotees, however, also know that the Battlefield of Kurukñetra by itself has nothing to do with their business, but in addition they know that 'Kåñëa' does not mean just Kåñëa alone. He is always with His associates and paraphernalia."

Prabhupäda: There are so-called pseudo devotees. 

They say, "What we have to do with Bhagavad-gétä?" 

They think that they are so advanced that they will jump over immediately to the Kåñëa's rasa-lélä. 

That means Kåñëa's lélä in the Kurukñetra is not very much important for them. 

But no. Kåñëa's lélä, either in the Kurukñetra or in Våndävana, the same thing. 

We should know. Abhinnatväd näma-näminoù. 

So better, first of all, read Bhagavad-gétä, 

the preliminary study of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 

Try to read, or try to learn. 

Of course, in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam there is everything. 

But for ordinary persons, because Bhagavad-gétä is the ABCD of spiritual knowledge... 

People even commit mistakes in studying the ABCD of spiritual knowledge. 

People have become so much degraded that they cannot understand even ABCD of spiritual knowledge. They'll make their own interpretation. Such is the horrible condition. [ ]

Pradyumna: "This is the summary understanding of what Kåñëa consciousness is. Without this understanding one is sure to misunderstand why the devotees are interested in the Battlefield of Kurukñetra."

Prabhupäda: Yes. Sometimes we are asked that "Why Kåñëa induced Arjuna to become violent?" So then so many so-called scholars, they criticize Kåñëa, but they do not know what is Kåñëa. Kåñëa is absolute. In whichever way He acts, it is the same thing. God is good. It does not mean when He fights in the Battlefield of Kurkñetra He becomes bad. No. He's still good. That is the conception of God: absolute. He can do anything and anything. Still, He continues to be the Absolute Truth. That is Absolute Truth. There is no relative understanding, "This is good for God, this is bad for God," as (if) God has come before me to be judged by me. You cannot judge God, Kåñëa. What He does... Just like Arjuna accepted Kåñëa: sarvam etad åtaà manye yad vadasi keçava [Bg. 10.14]. 

"I accept whatever You say in toto, without any distinction." 

That is acceptance of Bhagavad-gétä and Kåñëa. 

That is the way of understanding Vedas. 

You cannot judge the conclusion of the Vedas. 

You have to accept as it is. 

Because we are conditioned. We have got so many defects—we are illusioned, we commit mistake, our senses are imperfect... So many defects. Bhrama-pramäda-vipralipsä-kara-ëäpäöava, we want to cheat others. So therefore we cannot give perfect knowledge. We have to receive knowledge from the perfect. And who is better perfect than Kåñëa? Therefore whatever Kåñëa says, whatever Kåñëa does, that is all good. There is nothing criticizing. You cannot criticize Kåñëa. That is not possible. You cannot say, "Why Kåñëa took part in the Battlefield of Kuruksetra?" Yes, He had business to do it. Because He appeared, pariträëäya sädhünäà vinäçäya ca duñkåtäm [Bg. 4.8]. He had to kill all the demons. That was His another business. Not only to dance with the gopés in Våndävana, but He had other business to kill the demons. In Våndävana also, so many demons were appearing daily, and Kåñëa was killing them. So that is another side of Kåñëa's business. But if you study Kåñëa from your materialistic angle of vision, you'll misunderstand. 

You should know Kåñëa's dancing with the gopés and Kåñëa's fighting in the Battlefield of Kurukñetra is the one and the same. 

That is Kåñëa consciousness.

Çréla Narottama däsa Öhäkura says, chäòiyä vaiñëava sevä nistära peyeche kebä: unless one serves a Vaiñëava, he cannot be delivered. The spiritual master initiates the disciple to deliver him, and 

if the disciple executes the order of the spiritual master and 

does not offend other Vaiñëavas, his path is clear.

So you have to prepare foodstuff for Kåñëa from patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà, nothing else. Although He can eat... Kåñëa can eat fire also or anything, all devour. But Kåñëa prescribes for us that "You can give Me this in bhakti, with devotion and faith, then you'll be benefited." 

IF Kåñëa eats  from your hand, then your  life is successful. 

If Kåñëa accepts any bit of service from you, then your life is successful. Immediately you become liberated, because bhakti is not for the conditioned soul. As soon as... Kåñëa therefore adds this word. Kåñëa is not hungry for eating anything from your hand. He's not hungry. But He wants to teach you how to become a bhakta. Mad-bhaktaù. Man-manä bhava mad-bhaktaù. He wants you to become His devotee. Then your life's problem is solved.

Of course, I can understand that you are a married man, with wife and children, but so are many of my students, and

 what will they think if I give you money for your devotional service? 

But I do not give them any money? 

They will think something discrimination. "Oh, he is Indian boy, therefore Prabhupada is giving him some special favor," like that. I do not want to set such example. It is not that I cannot pay you, I am easily able to pay you, and I am willing to pay you in principle, only 

I do not want to create any example which may be mistaken by other students. 

So under these circumstances, if you do not want to give your time and energy full time for translating and editing the Hindi work, unless there is some compensation of money, then what can I do? All of these American and European boys and girls, they have had enough of money, they are sons of millionaires and rich men of America, still they do not ask me for one farthing for their work. They could go out and make thousands of dollars a month as educators and skilled professional men, still they prefer to live with me and eat only a little rice from the floor, and sleep on the cold ground without cover, that is their advanced realization of spiritual life.

Atreya Åñi: Karandhara's management is--I mean I'm just looking at it from another view--is worth more than two thousand dollars. So if he is getting only one...

Prabhupäda: But your management is not worth five thousand dollars?

Atreya Åñi: Mine is worth nothing.

Prabhupäda: Then why you are giving free service? 

Anyone, all of my disciples, they are qualified. Their service is worth more than any thousands of... Yes. So why you are maintaining Karandhara? 

All of them, they are giving free service. 

But they are all worthy to take salary, two thousand, three thousand, five thousand...
Atreya Åñi: Karandhara is only, what he's getting is only enough for his maintenance.

Prabhupäda: That's all right.

Atreya Åñi: We are being maintained.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Maintenance... Here, everyone can earn money and maintain him, but here this expense should be sacrifice. The essential is service.

Haàsadüta: It's his service...

Prabhupäda: Service, yes.

Haàsadüta: It was started for that reason.

Prabhupäda: If we  take payment,  that is not service. 

That is business. That is business.

Jayatértha: It is, no doubt, a fact that Karandhara is not giving his full, is giving his full life as service. That is a fact. It may be taken...

Prabhupäda: Yes. 

Our organization is to give service.

So not only the churches in the Western countries, here also. 

As soon as you will lose the spirit of service,

Devotee: It's not too big. And all these are fully grown trees with, there's some palm trees here. Then in the back...

Prabhupäda: (indistinct) for the trees are here.

Devotee: Yeah, did you see the tree? OK. In the back here, this is, we have fruit trees, different types of fruit trees like a...

Prabhupäda: Oh, very, very good.

Devotee: Pomegranate, you know and some peaches and plums.

Prabhupäda: Pomegranate is a very nice fruit.

Devotee: Yes. And this area right here is more or less empty and available for... These are small bushes here, these are small bushes. So we are proposing to construct a temple right about in here, then use the rest of the land for farming and growing flowers for Kåñëa.
Prabhupäda: Yes. You are destroying these trees.

Devotee: Well, see these trees, they're not real tall all the way, there's...

Prabhupäda: Oh, this is green also.

Devotee: Yeah, this is greenery around here and occasionally there's a big tree and then along the back here's...

Prabhupäda: Big trees are this side.

Devotee: Yeah, exactly, and also in here around this area and around in here. And in the back here we have like a small desert garden with cactus and different things.

Prabhupäda: It is desert?

Devotee: No, it's not a desert but that's the way this rear portion has been landscaped, you know.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Devotee: It's made to look like a desert but it's actually very lush and it looks a lot bigger than two acres.

Prabhupäda: (indistinct) ...these things are (indistinct), you can keep cows. Eh?

Devotee: I'm not sure if we can keep cows in there because it's inside of the city and sometimes they don't allow the cow within a certain zoning. And now the only problem we might run into with this is that it's not zoned right now for a church or a temple but...

Prabhupäda: Don't say "temple."

Devotee: Excuse me.

Prabhupäda: You say "community project."

Devotee: Community project?

Prabhupäda: Community project.

Devotee: Oh, community project. Well...

Prabhupäda: Don't say church.

Devotee: OK. But the thing is if... The first thing that it can be rezoned for is a church and a temple.

Prabhupäda: There is no need of rezoning because we are Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa community. So wherever we live we worship Kåñëa. It is not a public show, it is our own private worshiping Deity. I can keep Deity in my home. Just like Christian Deity, Mary, Jesus Christ, in the room. There is no objection.

Room Conversation           November 20, 1976, Våndävana

Akñayänanda: The ability to remember Kåñëa, that will also increase?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes, if the brain is clear—it is not filled up with rubbish cow dung—then Kåñëa consciousness easy. Yes. Kåñëa consciousness means there is no more material consciousness. Sarvopädhi-vinirmuktam [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. Anyäbhiläñitä-çünyam [Brs. 1.1.11]. That is required. 

In material existence we have got so many obligations, thoughts (indistinct), and so many things. Båthä. 

eta saba chäòi' ära varëäçrama-dharma

akiïcana haïä laya kåñëaika-çaraëa

Sarva-dharmän: Everything give up. That is India's  Vedic civilization. 

They are not concerned with the material advancement. 

Simple life. That's all. 

And our present leaders, they are thinking that "brainwashed." They are not deeply thinking, 

Why our great sages and äcäryas recommended this life, not the skyscraper life? 

Why? They were not less intelligent. 

They are not thinking in that way. They are thinking that "Because we neglected the skyscraper thoughts, we are so backward." At least this rascal Nehru was thinking like that. "So finish this." The Russia is... What is called? Opiate, brainwashed. These things are accepted like that. "It has no value, simply some prejudice and superstition, and they are thinking like that and they are spoiling their material side of life." This is their idea. "What is this? No meat-eating?" (knock on the door devotee enters with prasädam ) That little däl, daliya,(?) bas.

Pälikä: Nothing else?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Pälikä: Nothing else?

Prabhupäda: No. If I take anything else it becomes overburdened. Better take little less, just to satisfy that I am not starving. (laughter) Better to starve. That is better. But we are habituated, so better give some consolance, "No, no, you are not starving." Otherwise starving is better. Nidrähära-vihärakädi-vijitau. (pause)

The demonic nature is that. "I am God. I am everything." 

So we have to become very cautious, you see, because 

my material existence means I have got the tinge of demonic nature. 

And as soon as I get some impetus from another demon, I become again demon. 

Again I become demon. And then out of Kåñëa consciousness. 

Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu has distinctly forbidden: mäyävädi-bhäñya çunile haya sarva-näça: [Cc. Madhya 6.169] "If you hear the commentary of the impersonalist demons, then your whole thing is spoiled. Your life is spoiled." Go on. Mäyävädi-bhäñya çunile haya sarva-näça. Sarva-näça means you lose everything. And because we do not explain demonic explanation, that "I am God, you are God," people do not like. Just like the other day the question was... They explained in different... They like that explanation because demonic. 

People are generally demonic, more or less. 

One may be fifty percent demon, 

another may be eighty percent demon, 

but everyone in this material world is a demon. 

Mat er ial is tic  means  demon. 

Don't you see the example of Hiraëyakaçipu? What was his fault? He is called a demon. Why? What was his fault? His fault was to..., not to accept God. His small child was a devotee. He was thinking of God, and the father was angry: "Why you are thinking of God? Why you are thinking of Kåñëa?" Just see. But materially the father was so powerful that he conquered all over other planets. He was so powerful. 

So any materialistic person, if he has got more money, wealth, strength, 

he is worshiped. 

So this is demon worship. 

Demons are generally very powerful. They are so-called educated. They are so-called... So many things they have got. But the test is: if he has no Kåñëa consciousness or God consciousness, he is demon. That's all. That is the study of demon. Yes.

TRANSLATION

One day Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu met Haridäsa Öhäkura as usual, and in the course of discussion He inquired as follows.

Antya 3.50

 “haridäsa, kali-käle yavana apära

go-brähmaëe hiàsä kare mahä duräcära

SYNONYMS

haridäsa—My dear Haridäsa; kali-käle—in this Age of Kali; yavana—demons against the Vedic principles; apära—unlimited; go-brähmaëe—cows and brahminical culture; hiàsä kare—do violence against; mahä duräcära—extremely fallen.

TRANSLATION

“My dear Öhäkura Haridäsa, in this Age of Kali most people are bereft of Vedic culture, and therefore they are called yavanas. They are concerned only with killing cows and brahminical culture. In this way they all engage in sinful acts.

PURPORT

From this statement by Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu we can clearly understand that the word yavana does not refer only to a particular class of men. Anyone who is against the behavior of the Vedic principles is called a yavana. Such a yavana may be in India or outside of India. As described here, the symptom of yavanas is that they are violent killers of cows and brahminical culture. We offer our prayers to the Lord by saying, namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. 

The Lord is the maintainer of brahminical culture. 

His first concern is to see to the benefit of cows and brähmaëas. 

As soon as human civilization turns against brahminical culture and allows unrestricted killing of cows, we should understand that men are no longer under the control of the Vedic culture but are all yavanas and mlecchas. It is said that the Kåñëa consciousness movement will be prominent within the next ten thousand years, but after that people will all become mlecchas and yavanas. Thus at the end of the yuga, Kåñëa will appear as the Kalki avatära and kill them without consideration.

“How will these yavanas be delivered? To My great unhappiness, I do not see any way.”

Haridäsa Öhäkura replied, “My dear Lord, do not be in anxiety. Do not be unhappy to see the condition of the yavanas in material existence.

PURPORT

These words of Haridäsa Öhäkura are just befitting a devotee who has dedicated his life and soul to the service of the Lord. When the Lord is unhappy because of the condition of the fallen souls, the devotee consoles Him, saying, “My dear Lord, do not be in anxiety.” This is service. Everyone should adopt the cause of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu to try to relieve Him from the anxiety He feels. This is actually service to the Lord. One who tries to relieve Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu’s anxiety for the fallen souls is certainly a most dear and confidential devotee of the Lord. To blaspheme such a devotee who is trying his best to spread the cult of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu is the greatest offense. One who does so is simply awaiting punishment for his envy.

Morning Walks              October 1-3, 1972, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: (Sanskrit) Even in ordinary dealings, people will cheat you. That is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. (Sanskrit) Everyone is cheating. Even in ordinary talking, they will tell so many lies. [break] They live nicely in fresh air, in open air, trees, and talking about their business and they are happy. They have no problems for eating, sleeping, mating, nothing. Everything is there. And we are claiming civilized. We are dealing with science to improve conditions, the rascals they are becoming more and more degraded. They have no science, they have no laboratory, they have no university. How they are living peacefully? So it is... If this life is better or this life of cheating and imperfectness, full of anxieties, this life is better. Which life is better?

Jayatértha: The animals, they are living by the arrangement of nature, they live according to their nature. Whereas the human beings...

Prabhupäda: They have no anxiety.

Jayatértha: ...perform prohibited activities and requirements and are living actually against their own nature. So the animal's life in that sense is better. At least they're not performing any sinful activities.

Prabhupäda: That I explained last time, that they are simply misusing their advancement, and they are satisfied when they have got a motorcar instead of bullock cart. That's all. They think, "Now I am advanced. We had bullock cart, now we have got motorcar with three hundred thousand parts. And every part will give me trouble as soon as it is (indistinct)," (chuckles) and that is advancement. As soon as one part is broken, the bullock cart is called for. They get a bullock cart to carry this motorcar. [break] Everyone is servant. Therefore, we teach our students to address "prabhu." "I am your servant, you are my master, prabhu." That is the meaning of prabhu. Prabhu means master. And Prabhupäda means supreme master. That is the meaning.

Jayatértha: In this country there's a saying that everyone should be their own master. That's the philosophy. It's called individualism.

Prabhupäda: Own master... He does not know how to become own master. That he does not know. He speaks only. Now, what is their explanation to become own master? How they explain? Explain.

Jayatértha: The idea is that they want to be... to determine their own destiny.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jayatértha: They want to determine their own destiny. They think if they work very hard, they'll be able to build up their environment... (noise of plane taking off).

Prabhupäda: This is not explanation. Own master means master of the senses.

Jayatértha: That they don't know.

Prabhupäda: Actually, everyone is servant of the senses at the present moment. So one has to become the master of the senses. That is called svämé. Svämé means master. Gosvämé means master of the senses, the same thing. So everyone is servant of the senses. Everyone is acting being dictated by the senses. "Oh, it is very nice. Let me see." The eyes dictate what we see. [ ]

Prabhupäda: So in the Tenth Chapter it is said, teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam [Bg. 10.10]. Do you know this verse? Bhajatäà préti-pürvakam. "One who is engaged in devotional service with love and faith," buddhi-yogaà dadämi, "I give him intelligence." That is stated. Satata-yuktänäm, "Twenty-four hours engaged with love and faith in My service, I give him intelligence, not to others." That is the qualification. Buddhi-yogaà dadämi te yena mäm upayänti. What kind of intelligence? By which one can come back to home, back to Godhead. Not for material enjoyment, or bluffing or cheating. Not that intelligence. That intelligence also given by Him, indirectly. "If you want to cheat, all right, I will give you how to cheat others." That is material. In the material world, we can cheat. In the spiritual world, there is no question of cheating.

Jayatértha: The intelligence by which we can come to Kåñëa is a special kind of intelligence.

Prabhupäda: That is perfect intelligence. Therefore we say Kåñëa is the perfect teacher. In the Fifteenth Chapter, sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöo mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca: [Bg. 15.15] "I am sitting in everyone's heart. All intelligence, memory, is coming from Me, and forgetfulness also is caused by Me." So He is the supreme controller in every respect.

Jayatértha: Why are some people remembering and some people are forgetting Him?

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Jayatértha: If Kåñëa is the source of both remembrance and forgetfulness...

Prabhupäda: Yes. When Kåñëa sees that "Here is a rascal, so let him forget Me." So He will give him intelligence so that he can forget Kåñëa for good. Not for good—at least for some time.

Svarüpa Dämodara: That is the desire of the individual soul.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Ye yathä mäà prapadyante [Bg. 4.11]. "As one surrenders unto Me, according to that." Real process is surrender. So if you surrender with some reservation, with some ulterior motive, then Kåñëa will give you proportionately intelligence. When you are cent percent without any reservation surrender, then you get all facility, all help from Kåñëa, without asking... Just like a small child, he is fully surrendered unto the parent. The parent looks after all the necessities. He doesn't ask anything. That is wanted.

Jayatértha: [break] ...the six principles of surrender in devotional service.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is very important. 

Morning Walk                              April 20, 1973, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: Yes. Ähära-nidrä-bhaya-maithunaà ca sämänyam etat paçubhir naräëäm. The only special significance of human being is that he has got special intelligence to understand what is Absolute Truth. Athäto brahma jijïäsä. So therefore his first duty is to know the Absolute Truth. Not waste time for eating, sleeping, mating. The modern material civilization is wasting time, so-called advancement of material comforts. Simply wasting time. Nidrayä hriyate naktaà vyaväyena ca vä vayaù [SB 2.1.3]. They are wasting time at night either by sleeping or by sexual intercourse. Divä cärthehayä räjan kuöumba-bharaëena vä. And during daytime, simply: "Where is money? Where is money? Where is money?" And as soon as they get money, they spend it for kuöumba-bharaëa, for maintaining the family. This is their business. The sum total of modern civilization. And if they can purchase a nice car, that is the success of their life. Kuöumba-bharaëena vä. Not only for himself, for his wife, for his children, if he has got three cars. Just like our (name withheld) Mahäräja is doing.

He's earning one thousand dollars and spending in car.

That is his Kåñëa consciousness.

Rascal boy is so much captivated with the rascal girl. He's thinking that he's happy. He's spoiling his life.

 (pause) Divä cärthehayä räjan kuöumba-bharaëena vä [SB 2.1.3]. Dehäpatya-kalaträdiñv ätma-sainyeñv asatsv api, teñäà pramatto nidhanaà paçyann api na paçyati [SB 2.1.4]. Dehäpatya. Deha means body. Apatya means children. Dehäpatya-kalatra. Kalatra means wife. Dehäpatya-kalaträdiñv ätma-sainyeñu. He thinks: "They are my soldiers. I'll fight with nature, struggle for existence. And they'll save me." Dehäpatya-kalaträdiñv ätma-sainyeñv asatsv api. Although he knows that they'll not exist, still he's so mad, teñäà pramatto nidhanam, he knows I'll not exist, the soldiers will not be able to help me. paçyann api na paçyati, he sees and still he does not see. Paçyann api na paçyati. He knows by practical experience that "This society, friendship, love, nation, nobody can save me." But still he thinks that "They'll save me." Just like when you, in the aeroplane, there may be thousands of aeroplanes, others, but when your aeroplane is in danger, nobody can save you. 

You have to save yourself,  otherwise, you go to hell. 

Similarly, we have to save ourself individually by Kåñëa consciousness. 

What this material advancement will save me? Will the material advancement of knowledge can save anyone from death? Is it possible? Real problem, duùkha-doñänudarçanam, real problem is birth, death, old age and disease. So what this material advancement of science will help in this connection? They'll bluff: "Yes, in the future, we shall do." That's all. Bluffing. Past, present, future, never they'll be able to help. Still they're proud. "Yes, in the future, we shall do it." Dehäpatya kalaträdiñu. Tasmäd ekena manasä bhagavän sätvatäà patiù çrotavyaù kértitavyaç ca dhyeyaù püjyaç ca nityadä. (pause) Dehäpatya kalatradiñv ätma-sainyeñv asatsv api [SB 2.1.4]. (pause). They have discovered so many... Can they fly like the birds are flying, all together? There is no collision. They can go with full force. There is no collision. They haven't got even intelligence like the birds. And they're proud. If a small bird, they'll fly together, flock together, with great force, they'll not collapse. Can the scientists arrange flying like that. Immediately, they'll be all smashed. Still, they're proud of intelligence. What intelligence you have got? You are less intelligent than the birds.[ ]

Prabhupäda: Yes. And they know how to go forward and come back. Who has taught them this discipline? Kåñëa is there, within. Sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöho mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca [Bg. 15.15]. Kåñëa is dictating: "Now you go forward. Now you come back. Here is your food." He's giving intelligence. Sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöho mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca [Bg. 15.15]. He's giving direction in every living entity, but when a human being, He gives direction, if he surrenders, that: "Go this way. You'll come to Me." Dadämi buddhi-yogaà taà yena mäm upayänti te. And that is human intelligence. So far these lower animals are concerned, they are given, being given intelligence how to eat, how to sleep, how to mate, how to defend. But a human being, if he engages himself in the service of the Lord, then Lord will give intelligence how to come back to home, back to Godhead. This is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. That is the condition. Teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam [Bg. 10.10]. "Only to those who are engaged in devotional service with love and faith, I give him intelligence how to come back to home, back to Godhead." Therefore, after coming to human form of body, we must awaken our intelligence about understanding the Supreme Lord. And if we take up the process sincerely, with love, then Lord within will give you dictation: "You come this way, come this way, come this way." Otherwise, not. The first condition is: teñäà satata-yuktänäm. Therefore we are trying to engage all our disciples to be engaged twenty-four hours in devotional service. Then his life will be successful. That is our Kåñëa consciousness movement. Satata. Satata means always, constantly. Just like we are walking, but we are engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. Others are walking. They're wasting time. But we are, we are walking, but, at the same time, we are engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. We are eating. We are engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. We are sleeping. We are engaged in Kåñëa consciousness. We are working... Always. Then Kåñëa will see: "Now he's serious. Let him have some intelligence, how he can come back to home." This is the process. 

Morning Walk                                             April 21, 1973, Los Angeles                                                        

Prabhupäda: They have discovered one watch machine. You have seen that? You can, you can immediately know what is the time where all the important places.

Brahmänanda: By a dial?

Prabhupäda: No, by electricity.

Karandhara: Yes. It has a dial on it. You turn the dial and it tells you the time in different places... (pause)

Prabhupäda: In Våndävana, there is a place called Nidhuvana.

Devotee: Nidhuvana?

Prabhupäda: Nidhuvana. So that was a place... Still people go to visit. So one Bhagavän däsa Bäbäjé, he was chanting, and in the middle of his chanting he made (makes sound with hands like clapping) like this. So his disciples... (pause) Yes. His disciples asked him: "Sir, why did you (makes clapping sound) do like this?" "So there was a goat entered Nidhuvana. So I drove it away." So where is that machine by which you can see...? It is not the time, but see the activities of everywhere? But that is possible. Yes.

Brahmänanda: Oh, even though he did not see the goat, he knew it was there.

Prabhupäda: No, he's seeing. Otherwise, how does he (makes sound) "Hut, hut, hut." He's seeing. Where is that machine? So this Darwin's theory says that there was no intelligent man or brain but how these books were written, thousands and thousands of years ago? These Vedic çästras. If there were no intelligent brain? Vyäsadeva, like Vyäsadeva. Before Vyäsadeva also, other great sages, they compiled...

Brahmänanda: They have no explanation.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Brahmänanda: They have no explanation.

Devotee: Çréla Prabhupäda, I think it's easier here.

Brahmänanda: They have no explanation for the author of the Vedic literatures. They say: "unknown forest sages."

Prabhupäda: Unknown, it may be unknown, but the things are there. Where from they got the brain? That is our question. It may be unknown to you, or unknown to me, but the brain work is there. The philosophy is there, and the... At least, the language, the poetic arrangement, the linguistic strength, everything is there. So you may not know the person, but you can understand the brain. Just like...

Brahmänanda: They think our brain is increasing, but actually we see it decreasing. Because we cannot duplicate that...

Prabhupäda: Yes. Not only duplicate. You cannot even understand properly. Do you... To understand the Vedic philosophy, you have to tax your brain. Just like Bhagavad-gétä. Take, for Bhagavad-gétä. It is accepted as a great book of philosophy all over the world. And... Now wherefrom this brain came out. Apart from accepting Kåñëa as God, take it, the language, take the language, the philosophy, the thoughts. How great they are. Now how can you say that people had no higher brain. Within hundred years everything has grown up. All these rascals. What is the Darwin's age?

Svarüpa Dämodara: Darwin says the, he says in his history of the origin, he cannot trace completely.

Prabhupäda: Whatever he has traced, what is the history of that tracing history? Tracing age?

Svarüpa Dämodara: So he started that life started from very primitive, different primitive forms...

Prabhupäda: No, no, no. What is the time of Darwin. Which year he was a professor?

Svarüpa Dämodara: The theory started in 1859, about...

Prabhupäda: 1859. So hundred years ago. So all the brains developed within hundred years. All these rascals came out within hundred years. And before that, there was no other rascal. Just see the fun. All the scientific improvement, anthropology, everything came within hundred or two hundred years.

Brahmänanda: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Brahmänanda: Yes. That is their idea.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Before that, there were no brain.

Brahmänanda: 'Cause they didn't understand his theory.

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Because before that, they're thinking that there's no intelligent person...

Prabhupäda: That, that, I am pointing out, that all intelligent persons, during the British Empire, they came out. The whole aim was to defy the Indian civilization…So the Britishers, they wanted to rule over India, and they were advertising, at least in India, that: "We are making you civilized. Before British rule, the Indians were rude, primitive natives." That's all. That is their propaganda. The whole propaganda was to make the Indians known that: "We are giving you life and civilization. Before this, you were not even human beings." That is their propaganda. So they accept this literature, but they date within one thousand years, one thousand-five hundred years. Even this rascal, Dr. Radhakrishnan, he dates Bhagavad-gétä within two thousand years. That's all. Perhaps I am the first person making propaganda that Bhagavad-gétä was spoken five thousand years ago. I am the first person. All other so-called scholars, they have dated within two thousand years. (pause) There was a book: "England's work in India," written by one rascal Indian, M. Ghosh. In that book... That was taught in the schools in our days. The theme of the book is that before British rule, India was not at all advanced in any way. The incidence of saté... Saté. That was very elaborately explained. Saté...
Svarüpa Dämodara: Saté dharma?
Prabhupäda: Saté dharma. Yes. Formerly, even Arjuna's stepmother, Mädré, he also, she also died with her husband. That was the system. The wife voluntarily used to die along with the husband.

Brahmänanda: Gändhäré.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Brahmänanda: Gändhäré, wife of Dhåtaräñöra.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So later on such devoted wife was lacking. So the system was, some cases, they were forced to die. So these things have been elaborately explained in the, that book, and Britishers stopped it. So the Indians were uncivilized. Britishers made them civilized. Everything was misinterpreted. Yes.

Brahmänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Svarüpa Dämodara: But they do not know the inner meaning...

Prabhupäda: No, inner meaning is there. But they would not explain that. Simply the dark side, they would explain. And prove that the Indian civilization was very crude and primitive. It has no enlightenment. That was British propaganda. Even during national movement, they bribed one American woman, and she wrote a book: "Mother India." Do you know that?

Svarüpa Dämodara: No, I, no...

Prabhupäda: Ah. "Mother India." She described all the blackmailing of Indian social activities, and Gandhi remarked it: "Drain Inspector's report."

Brahmänanda: Drain?

Prabhupäda: Drain, that sewage water...

Brahmänanda: The sewer.

Prabhupäda: Sewage water.

Brahmänanda: That's what she inspected.

Prabhupäda: She's a drain inspection report. And in reply to that, one Punjabi barrister, he wrote one book: "Uncle Sam". He pointed out all the blackmailing of American government. So these things are going on. Doñam icchanti pämaräù. Those who are low class of men, they simply try to find out the faults. Guëa icchanti saj-janäù. And those who are enlightened, they will take the qualities only. Saj-janä guëa icchanti, doñam icchanti pämaräù, mukti brähmaëä icchanti madhum icchanti bhramaräù. Yes. That, there are flies, ordinary flies. They are searching after sores, where is sore in your body. And there are bumblebees, they are searching after where is honey. Similarly, those who are rascals, they'll find out: "Oh, here is a fault. Here is a fault." Hare Kåñëa. Hare Kåñëa.

Svarüpa Dämodara: So this is a demoniac quality.

Prabhupäda: Yes. These Britishers should have tried to assimilate the mass Indian culture with their help, administrative help, to broadcast this culture. No. They wanted to exploit India, and prove that "our ruling over India"... Because they have to show something to the outside world...

Brahmänanda: To justify that exploitation.

Prabhupäda: Yes. (pause) They would not allow anyone to enter India to make trade. And that is the cause of two big world wars. This is a... Real cause is India. Because the Germans, they were very intelligent. They were intelligent nation. They wanted to trade with India. So Britishers will not allow them. Actually, Britishers were selling goods, purchasing from Germany and Japan, And when German would go to trade, they will enhance the custom duty very, very large amount. So that was the grudge of the German nation. Two times, they fought with that "Finish these Britishers-shop-keeper's nation." Yes. Hitler, Hitler was... Hitler or the Emperor Wilhelm, some of them, one of them, was calling the Britishers: "shop-keeper's nation."

Brahmänanda: Yes.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Shop-keeper's nail?

Prabhupäda: Shop-keeper's nation.

Brahmänanda: A nation of shop-keepers only.

Prabhupäda: That's right. Why the shop-keeper's nation should predominate all over the world? Kill them. That is their (indistinct). And actually it is the German people who killed Britishers, British lion. After the Second War...

Brahmänanda: British was finished.

Prabhupäda: Finished. Everyone in the United Nations pressed on them: "Why you are colonizing? Why you are occupying so much land? You give up." They were obliged. And there was great national movement of Gandhi. So all United Nations pressed that: "They're wanting to avoid you. Why you are, by force, staying there?" Still, they would not go. But when the soldiers began to join the national movement, they gave it up. "Now we cannot rule it." How very nasty! For their political power, they did so many heinous activities in India. That's a great history. For selling their cotton goods, India's weavers were cut this finger so that they cannot weave. This is there in the history. [ ]

Prabhupäda: After sixth year... Yes novelists. So the relationship was very nice. There were... Otherwise, how the Britishers could rule, unless there was obedience. But as soon as they saw now the obedience is going on, the soldiers are leaving our camp and joining the national camp," immediately they decided to leave peacefully. Otherwise, there would be some revolution. At that time, all good relationship will go. Better separate with good relation. This was Attlee's policy, to convince statesmen like Churchill that: "You cannot rule over India any more. Better separate in good relationship."

Svarüpa Dämodara: A few weeks ago, there was a supplement in the Times, the London Times. So they were describing about the very relationship between British and India, in the early British period and after the British period. There they talked only about very good points, whereas they never say anything about... All good points.

Prabhupäda: No, that... When they discuss, they must describe the good points only. But some of the British rulers were very, very unkind. And the last was that Jallianwalla Bagh massacre, created by Lord Chelmsford. Then the British rule finished. In 1917, and immediately Gandhi started non-cooperation movement. So after thirty years, the Britishers were obliged to leave.

Morning Walk                           June 14, 1972, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: No. Their policy is that they want to keep the people in that way-rascals and fools—then they'll vote and they'll enjoy the political power. That is their policy. Actually they do not want to see their countrymen elevated good character. They don't want to see. If the people become... Just like the British government in their time, they wanted to give education. Their education means A-B-C-D-half, mediocre, so that the government may be run on. They require clerks, servants, so much, not high education. As soon as there was question of high education, they stopped. And actually it so happened that as soon as the Indian people became highly educated and they learned the history of the world, they kicked them out. So these people, these rascals, Nixon and company, they want to keep the people in ignorance so that they'll get vote and enjoy. 

If the people become intelligent brähmaëas, then immediately he'll be kicked out. 

What is his value? He has no value. This is policy. 
They don't want to see that people become elevated in knowledge. 
That is not their policy. Therefore, they do not agree. Actually they are seeing that "These Hare Kåñëa people, they're so nice character, they're religion, God conscious, so if all people become like this, then where we are?'' Because as soon as people become Kåñëa conscious, 
they'll noncooperate with the slaughterhouse, liquor industry, gambling, illicit sex. 
They will noncooperate. (Ed: IF they produce their milk & food with the bullocks)
Then the whole plan of civilization will be collapsed. 

Ätreya Åñi(?): Their biggest industry is the war industry. 

Prabhupäda: Yes. Ätreya Åñi(?): War, killing.
Prabhupäda: So, how they can (indistinct)? They do not know and do not actually want to see people enlightened. It is not their policy. It is simply make some show. Show means spend another set-up amount, investigation. Their men, the government men, they'll get money, that's all.

Room Conversation       September 11, 1972, Arlington, Texas                                               

Prabhupäda: Brähmaëas means qualified brähmaëas. When you say engineer, that means qualified engineer, not born engineer. Engineer is not born. "Because his father is engineer, he is engineer." And what is this? You become engineer. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. Cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam. There must be qualification and work; otherwise what kind of brähmaëa? (Hindi) These are all milk preparation. We can make so many hundreds and thousands of milk preparation. Instead of cutting the throat of the cows, why don't you use her milk? Dallas is a great place for cutting the throat of cows?

Çyämasundara: All over Texas.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Guest (2): Fort Worth.

Çyämasundara: Where we went to that television show today, that was Fort Worth. That's another city. They have more slaughterhouses.

Guest (2): I had some arguments about this. Some people won't eat cow. They say, "It's not Indian cow, so we can eat it." (laughs) All kinds of intelligent arguments.

Prabhupäda: Indian people say like that?

Guest (2): Some of them, not all. It's not said, anybody. It's just argument of people that... Even Americans. People, they say, "We are not killing your sacred cow because your sacred cow is in your country." It was long ago, I remember. During lunch break we had some argument.

Prabhupäda: Then what are these? American cows?

Guest (2): Yes. They said, "Our cows are not holy."

Prabhupäda: Apaçyatäm ätma-tattvaà gåheñu gåha-medhinäm. They are blind. They do not know about self. Apaçyatäm ätma-tattvaà gåheñu gåha-medhinäm. Paräbhavas tävad abodha-jäto yävan na jijïäsata ätma-tattvam. Everyone is born fool. So fool's activities means defeat. So human life, although born fool, they should have knowledge. Without knowledge all their activities are defeat of life, paräbhava. So long he is not inquisitive to understand what is his self, whatever he is doing, it is simply for his defeat, paräbhava.
October, 1977, Vrndavana

Late one night or early in the morning, during his last days of his physical presence Srila Prabhupada called for Giraraja. 

In a very soft voice, he asked, “So, do you think this movement will go on after I leave?”

Giriraja replied to the effect that as long as the devotees were sincere, go on chanting and following the regulative principles, then the movement would be successful.

After remaining silent for a moment, Srila Prabhupada uttered one word: “Organization”.

He paused and then whispered, “Organization AND intell-igence.”

Srila Prabhupada called for Giriraja.

“So, you want to take sannyasa? Gopal Krishna says you want to take sannyasa.”

Gopal Krishna had mentioned the proposal just previously to Giriraja who had been reluctant about the idea, but Gopal Krishna had taken the initiative to speak to His Divine Grace about it.

Giriraja replied in the affirmative so as not to contradict his immediate authority, though he had never said that he had wanted to take sannyasa.

“Why?” 

Giriraja replied to the effect that it would enable him more facility to preach.

Srila Prabhupada asked: “You cannot preach as a brahmacari?”

Giriraja replied that he could.

“Is there any other reason that you want to take sannyasa?” 

Giriraja replied that he didn’t have another reason.

Srila Prabhupada didn’t seem favourable to the idea of his taking sannyasa.

Giriraja could later understand that His Divine Grace may have been concerned that he might have preferred as a sannyasi to travel, preach and leave management of the Bombay project.

Dr. Patel: This education are given to the Vaiñëavas in their homes. They are Vaiñëavas. 

But then so-called Vaiñëavas, many of them they are ruthless. 

Ruthless, absolutely ruthless...

Prabhupäda: (indistinct), kñatriyas, there is no (indistinct) kñatriya...

Dr. Patel: No, what I mean to say...

Prabhupäda: ...everyone is çüdra.
Dr. Patel: No, no, really sir, but they are in business. They don't consider that they are this soul; they consider the body comforts and body...

Prabhupäda: That is çüdra. 

One has to become a brähmaëa, jïänam. 

But they have no knowledge; therefore they are çüdra. 

Brahmana means 

jïänam, vijïänam and ästikya: 

"Yes, there is God, and He is the original cause of everything." 

That is brahma-jïa. 

Brahma jïänärthé  brähmaëa. 

So where is brähmaëa? All çüdras. 

Kalau çüdra sambhava—especially in this age of Kali, everyone is çüdra, or less than çüdra. But still Kåñëa gives the opportunity striyo vaiçyäs tathä çüdräs te'pi yänti paräà gatim. How? Mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya [Bg. 9.32], he may take to Kåñëa consciousness. Even the çüdras, they also.

Dr. Patel: Just like the essence of the Vedic knowledge has been given in the story form in the Bhägavata. That is how these people could understand that. These...

Prabhupäda: It is not story. It is history...

Dr. Patel: No, no, some are stories and divya stories.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is history and philosophy. They are not stories. Where it is a story, it is mentioned it is like a story. Just like this bhävärthäbdhi.. That is mentioned there. There are many such statements which is not history, but, what is called? Instruction. But they take everything, "It is fabulous."

Dr. Patel: From the lives from the so many saints, and...

Prabhupäda: (Sanskrit) If you want to be learned, then you have to read Bhägavatam. Vidväàç cakre satvata. Vidväà means Vyäsadeva. He compiled Bhägavatam for the education of these rascals. Na te vidhuù svärtha-gatim. The same thing. They do not know what is their self-interest. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi visnu. And another place, anartha. This is anartha. Without knowing the real self-interest, they are engaged in so many so-called duties. 

Kåñëa says sarva-dharmän: "Give up all these duties," but they will not do. 

Therefore Vyäsadeva says, anärthopasamaà säkñäd... 

These unnecessary engagements cannot be given up, anarthopasamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje [SB 1.7.6]. 

To teach them bhakti yoga... And, anärthopasamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhoksaje lokasyäjänato. These rascals, they do not know it. Lokasya ajänata. Ajänato lokasya. They do not know how to get free from this unwanted situation. 

But to get them free, vidyä... Vyäsadeva is vidvän, vidväàç cakre sätvata-saàhitäm. Anärthopasamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adhokñaje lokasya ajanataù. Ajanato lokasya, they do not know, Hm? The same thing, a dog, what does he know what is the interest of life? Therefore Kåñëa Caitanya Mahäprabhu has advised that because all 

these rascals are filled up all over the world, 

"Each one of you become a guru." Yes. 

So many gurus required. Ämära ajïäya guru haya tära ei deça, 

wherever you are living, you just try to deliver your family, your neighborhood, your friends. Deliver, tära. Tära means deliver. "How can I do it? I am not a guru; I am a common..." 

"No. You have to become a guru." 

"How?" Yäre dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa-upadeça': 

simply repeat the instruction given by Kåñëa. 

Then you will become guru.

Dr. Patel: But for the saàsärés, sir...

Prabhupäda: Saàsärés, (indistinct) for the saàsärés. When Kåñëa says, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14], this is for saàsärés. Saintly person doesn't require anna. It is meant for the saàsäré. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Catur-varëyaà mayä såñöam: [Bg. 4.13] This division of society is meant for the saàsäré, to control division of labor. Everything is for the saàsäré. It is not meant for the paramahaàsa. Paramahaàsa-saàhitä is Bhägavata. This is ABC. These people, they do not understand even the ABC. This is the difficulty. They cannot learn even the ABCD of spiritual knowledge.

Dr. Patel:

çreyo hi jïänam abhyäsäj

jïänäd dhyänam viçiñyate

dhyänät karma-phala-tyagäs

tyägäc chäntir anantaram

Whether tyäga is meant for the saàsärés?

Prabhupäda: Tyägät means one must be disgusted with this material way of life. This is tyäga. But they are being educated to be more attached to this material world.

Dr. Patel: This modern education.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Patel: How to make a successful life. Like...

Prabhupäda: Vairägya-vidyä-nija-bhakti-yogam [Cc. Madhya 6.254]. That is bhakti-yoga. Bhakti-yoga also, vidyä. 

Vyäsadeva also says, anärthopasanaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam. 

To get rid of this entanglement, unnecessary things, the only means is bhakti.
Dr. Patel: Modern advancement of science is actually here, entangle the man in more and more bonds. But by raising, creating more bonds for comfort, comfortable life...

Prabhupäda: What comfort?

Dr. Patel: Comfortable life means...

Prabhupäda: That is another...

Dr.Patel: Comfortable life means comfort of the body.

Prabhupäda: To get a comfortable life, one has to work so hard: "Where is comfort?"
Dr. Patel: (laughs) Yes. That is his foolishness. In Europe they actually run in the morning to go to their work. They run like mad dogs.

Prabhupäda: But we are also...

Dr. Patel: They may start running now. They are following them.

Prabhupäda: No...

Dr. Patel: And I remember that I used to laugh, the way they were running in the work, sir.

Prabhupäda: That is here also. Everywhere. Therefore Bhägavata says, "No, no, no. This is not life." Näyaà deho deha-bhäjäm nåloke kañöän kämän [SB 5.5.1]. So much labor for getting your bread. That is immediately stopped.

Dr. Patel: (indistinct)

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Patel: That is the misfortune. And how it started, this ball? Who made the ball rolling? He, he makes the ball. This is modern education.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Everyone is the architect of his own fortune.
Dr. Patel: No, no. I talk of the samañöi sir. He...

Prabhupäda: Samäñöi, sama and añöi together makes samañöi. If you become devotee, I become devotee, everyone becomes.... Then samañöi, devotee. And if you are nondevotee, I'm a nondevotee, then.... Combination of nondevotees. That's all. We have to therefore change this group, where we shall live. Satäà prasanga mama virya sambhava bhavänti nitkarma. (indistinct) If you live with the devotees, then these topics of transcendental subject matter becomes palatable. Otherwise it is nonpalatable. Therefore they do not like to come to the temple to hear our lecture. Nonpalatable.

Dr. Patel: You fire them! (raucous laugh)

Prabhupäda: No. How can I say anything which is not spoken by Kåñëa? Kåñëa is.... Kåñëa says, na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamä mäyayäpahåta-jïänä [Bg. 7.15]. So we have got this test: if anyone has no interest in Kåñëa, he must be with these groups, that's all. Duñkåtina, müòha, narädhama. And Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, yare dekha täre kaha 'kåñëa-upadeça' [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. So how can I violate?

Dr. Patel: No.

Prabhupäda: Both ways. I cannot violate. Caitanya Mahäprabhu said that you simply speak what Kåñëa has said, and Kåñëa says that anyone who is not Kåñëa conscious, he is a rascal. He is a most sinful man, he is the lowest of mankind. So why shall I not say? It is not firing; it is telling the truth. (laughs with Patel) But I am not loser. I am, I do not make any compromise. All these my students ask, I never made any compromise. But still they understand, and they are with me.

Dr. Patel: But we are also with you.

Prabhupäda: No, I mean to say, those who are outsiders. In Los Angeles, so many scientists used to come, so after talking with them, I used to say, "You are demon, you are rascal." And they tolerated. (everyone laughing) And they remained for two hours talking and then taking prasädam. They were happy that I called them demons and rascals.

Dr. Patel: Well you have to call them fools also. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Well, when I say rascal it includes everything. (laughing) In Bengal it is said, "When I curse somebody, 'You die!' then all everything it is included, finished! You die." (Hindi)

bhärata bhümite manuñya haila janma yära

janma särthaka kari kara para-upakära

 [Cc. Ädi 9.41]

This is Indian birth. To understand the whole Vedic philosophy and to give this knowledge to everyone. That is para-upakära.

Dr. Patel: (Sanskrit) Then you become mukta-saìgaù samäcara.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Dr. Patel: All the work should be done for God.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is our duty. Just like a servant and master. What is the duty of a servant? 

Simply you wait

 HYPERLINK  \l "theywilllwaitfortheinstructionofguru" 
   for the order of the master. 

And execute. 

That's all. 

Then he's perfect servant. 

He doesn't require any qualification. 

Simply if he's ready, the master will order: "I will do." That's all. 

Therefore Kåñëa says, sarva-dharmän parityaja mäm ekam, 

"Be ready always, what I say, direct." 

And Rüpa Goswami says, änukülyena-kåñëänu-çilanam [Cc. Madhya 19.167]. 

Änukülyena, favorably. Always wait, as Kåñëa becomes satisfied, for the order. 

Then you are perfect. 

Änukülyena-kåñëänuçilanam bhaktir uttamam. 

That is first-class bhakti. It doesn't require any education. 

Just like Hanumänjé. He was not born in a human society even, but he was always ready to execute the order of Lord Rämacandra. (Hindi)

Dr. Patel: ...human society (indistinct) support the devotee.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. Support the right man who is after Bhagavän, not to the rascals. That is the problem. Dätavyam iti yad dänam tad sattvikam. Here is the person. Here, one has dedicated his whole life for Bhagavän, give everything to him. That is dänam. Dänam sattvikaà räjasi tamasi. One is a rascal, then what is the use of giving him däna?

Dr. Patel: Even you do not give däna, he will take away by thievery.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, that is a misuse. Misuse.

Dr. Patel: Dänam, dänam... (quotes Sanskrit)

Prabhupäda: If you make tamasic däna, then you become implicated with his sinful activities. 

Suppose you want to kill somebody, and you're asking, "Can you give me a nice knife?" "What you will do?" "I shall kill that man." "All right, take it, dänam. I am giving you in charity." So he will be implicated. In the court, if it is known that that man supplied the knife, "Arrest him. Bring him immediately."
Dr. Patel: So what do you think about this America has supplied a lot of grain free of charge to this country, and that grain is fed to the whole of this poor population, and they are not God believers?

Prabhupäda: No, no. The Americans, they give to the government, and they are free. They have given to the government.

Dr. Patel: Sattvika däna.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The government, Indian government, is in necessity. In necessity, "All right, give it to the government." Their duty is finished. But if the government is rascal, that is their responsibility.

Dr. Patel: But suppose you had given me a knife to mend the pencil, and I stab somebody with it. So, like that.

Prabhupäda: What is that?

Dr. Patel: You have done a däna to me, giving your knife to mend my pencil, or some useful work, and I stab somebody with the penknife, so...

Prabhupäda: That is your responsibility.

Dr. Patel: No, but then the däna that you did was not tamasic. Still, it has ended in tamasic action.

Prabhupäda: Yes, everything. Just like the money. Money is not material. You can spend it for constructing a temple for Kåñëa. Then it is not material; it is spiritual. Everything originally..., nothing is material. But when it is not used for Kåñëa, that is material. Otherwise, éçäväsyam idaà sarvaà tena.... tyaktena bhuïjithä [Éço mantra 1]. If everything is belonging to Kåñëa, how it can be material. He is spirit, so everything belongs to Him, so how it can be material? Material means when Kåñëa's things are not used for Kåñëa, for oneself, that is material.

Dr. Patel: And that is sin also. Anything which is not...

Prabhupäda: Material anything you do, 

yajïärthät karmano'nyatra loko yam. 

Anything you do, if it is not meant for Kåñëa, 

then you are criminal, immediately.
Dr. Patel: Sinful activity.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Immediately. 

To spiritualize everything, Kåñëa says therefore, 

yat karoñi yaj juhosi yat tapasyasi dadäsi.... yat kuruñva mad arpaëam. 

Then it is spiritual. Immediately. 

Karmäny evädhikäras te mä phaleñu kadäcana.

Dr. Patel: Tad-arthaà kärma kaunteya.

Prabhupäda: Yes. This is spiritual. Yajïärthät karma, everything is there. Unless you do it for Kåñëa, everything is material and sinful.

Dr. Patel: That's a fact. If you are doing work tad-arthaà karma, then you become mukta, because there is no, I mean, taking with you anything. Mukta-saìgaù samäcara.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like government servant, soldiers, they are killing so many; they are not responsible, because he's doing for the government. Police beats you, but he cannot bring any charge against the police. Another man, if he little slaps, you can bring charge, immediately. That is tad-arthaà karma kaunteya. The police and military department, they are doing for the government.
Dr. Patel: [break] ...eù? Very good discussion we had this morning. And we thank you very much.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa!

Dr. Patel: (Hindi) (laughs)

Prabhupäda: (Hindi)

Dr. Patel: (Hindi) is sufficient. If you get one man who follows you, he is more than thousands who is...

Prabhupäda: Yes, if you attend daily, I can speak daily.

Dr. Patel: I do come daily, don't I? (laughing)

Prabhupäda: Then I'll speak. Just like Çukadeva Goswämi, he spoke Bhägavatam, and there was only candidate Parékñit Mahäräja. But he said continuously for seven days.

Dr. Patel: Those åñis came to hear.

Prabhupäda: Yes, because he knew that "Here is a gentleman, he'll understand."

Dr. Patel: But I am not that.... Parékñit.... I am a fool.

Prabhupäda: No, the standard is like that.

Dr. Patel: I am a fool, sir. As you have been calling me very often. It is the satsaìga which really caused the (indistinct).

Prabhupäda:

sädhu saëga sädhu saìga sarva-çästra kaya

lava mätra sädhu saìga sarva siddhi haya

This is the version of Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Dr. Patel: And when you read Bhägavata you also get the sat-saìga, because the, all the histories of so many saints...

Prabhupäda: Yes, Cänakya Paëòita also advised: kalau durajana samsagyam bhaja sädhu samärgama(?). This is..., he was a politician, and still he said, kalau durajana samsagyam bhaja sädhu samärgama, and smara nityam anityada kuru punyam avoratram. This is his advice, that give up this bad association of atheist class of man. Sadhu means devotee. Durajana means nondevotee. So kalau durajana samsagyam bhaja sädhu samärgama. Caitanya Mahäprabhu also says like that. When He was asked by one gåhastha bhakta, "What is the duty of a Vaiñëava?" Caitanya Mahäprabhu immediately said, asat-saìga tyägé ei vaiñëava acära. A Vaiñëava means he must give up the association of nondevotees. Then the question will be, "Who is nondevotee?" Asat-stré-saìgé kåñëa bhakta... One who is too much attached to material enjoyment. Stré-saìgé is the basic point, and one who is not a devotee of Kåñëa, he is asat-saìga. Asat-saìga-tyägé..., there are two lines. And the moralist, Cänakya Paëòita, he also said, kalau durajana samsagyam bhaja sädhu samärgama. You give up something, you must take something. Otherwise you will not be able to stay.

Dr. Patel: Nothing can act independently.

Prabhupäda: Yes, simply negative is useless. These jïänés, they simply teach negative-brahma satyaà jagan mithyä. But they do not take to Brahman; they simply take the one side, jagan mithyä. They take the.... Brahmä satyam, take to Brahman...

Dr. Patel: Then the second half they are not taking.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They do not know how to remain in Brahman. No, they do not know; therefore we say rascal. You realize that you are Brahman; now your next business is to stay in Brahman. That they do not know.

Dr. Patel: Behave as Brahman. They don't behave.

Prabhupäda: Ah. Either behave or stay, the same thing. Unless you become fire, you cannot stay in fire.
Dr. Patel: That's right.

Prabhupäda: So these people, they realize arühya kåcchreëa paraà padam [SB 10.2.32]. By severe austerity and penances they rise to the Brahman platform, but from there they fall down. Why? Adho 'nädåta-yuñmad-aìghrayaù. 

Because brahmam platform means to be engaged in devotional service. 

Brahma bhüyäya kalpate. Mäm ca yo'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena [Bg. 14.26]. 

If you want to stay on the Brahmam platform, then you must render service to Kåñëa. 

And if you simply realize that "I am Brahman," then you'll be misguided by mäyä: "Oh, you are the Supreme Lord. You are Bhagavän. What is the use of worshiping another Bhagavän? You are Bhagavän." mäyä says it in a different way. mäyä says that you are a rascal, but think that you are Bhagavän.

Dr. Patel: This ätmaräma supposed to be tolerant.

Prabhupäda: So the rascals, under the dictation of mäyä, they are thinking "I am God," that's all. They have no intelligence even, that "How I can be God?"

Dr. Patel: Sir, even Çaìkaräcärya has taught the kuru-bhakti. But these rascals who are following Çaìkaräcärya, they are not following correctly. He was doing bhakti, bhaja govindam he has...

Prabhupäda: Bhaja govindaà bhaja govinda... He has asked, müòha-mate. One who is rascal, he does not worship Govinda. In this he says, "You rascal, nahi nahi rakñati duùkåì karaëe, präpte sannite koro marame. You have learned so much grammar, grammatical jugglery to interpret çästra in this way, that way. These things will not help you at the time of your death. You rascal, bhaja govindaà." Bhaja govindaà bhaja govindaà bhaja govindaà müòha-mate. "You rascal!" He says müòha! (everyone laughing)

Dr. Patel: I think the modern philosophers are misinterpreting the Çaìkaräcärya...

Prabhupäda: Because they are müòhas. They want to remain müòhas. That is their fault.

Dr. Patel: Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na käìkñati samaù sarveñu bhüteñu [Bg. 18.54]. They are not sama.

Prabhupäda: Çaìkaräcärya, because he had to deliver people from this nästika philosophy, bauddha, so for the time being, he made some compromise. The bauddha says there is no God, and he said, "Yes, there is no God. You are God." 

So if he realizes himself brahma-bhütaù, 

then he'll be engaged in devotional service, 

that was his purpose. 

Unless he says that, that "Yes, it is not the fact that there is no God. There is God, but that God you are."

Dr. Patel: That is the final argument is that if there is no God, who said there is no God? And that is God. That is what he said.

Prabhupäda: (laughing) So you know better than me.

Dr. Patel: No, no. I did not know this, I read it...

Prabhupäda: But I know, what is his policy? His policy was to make this godless men to think of God, that "I am God." That is.... Let him be accustomed with the word God, then gradually he will understand. It is called ahaìgrahopäsana. Ahaà brahmäsmi. Therefore I shall worship myself. Ahaìgrahopäsana Nikatena, jagatena, ekatena. It is mentioned in the Bhägavata, ekatena. That "I am Brahma. So I shall worship myself."

Dr. Patel: No, but he had also mentioned about bhuma puruña. That there is really a...

Prabhupäda: No, there is, but this is one of the beginning stage, ekatena. "I am one," monism. Ekatena tena bauddha visatum aham. (indistinct)

Dr. Patel: That passage, ekatena bahutena bahuda visato mukham(?) That passage comprises all of the philosophies of India.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Pantheism, monism, dualism.

Dr. Patel: And qualifies, I mean.... Somebody has very well commented on that particular çloka, giving all the views of Madhväcärya, Rämänujäcärya, Jéva(?)äcärya, and all the modern.... Somewhere I read, I don't know where, on that particular çloka. After all these things, äcärya, äcärya para...

Prabhupäda: Äcäryopäsanam...

Dr. Patel: (indistinct) Without äcärya...

Prabhupäda: Äcäryavän puruño veda. One who has accepted äcärya, he knows, he knows. Now our these European and American boys are preaching in South India, big, big äcäryas, they have received them. Because they know that these boys know; latest letter. Hare Kåñëa! (end)

Morning Walk                         January 20, 1976, Mäyäpura 

Bhavänanda: But some people, especially here, they can understand you prepare rasagulläs for the mass of people, but they don't like that you prepare rasagullä for Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Bhavänanda: They want that you should prepare rasagullä for the mass of people but they don't like it if you're preparing rasagullä to give to Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: That is Vivekananda, daridra-näräyaëa-sevä. The answer is that if you do not prepare rasagullä for Kåñëa, then there will be no supply of rasagullä. So everything will be finished. Because bhuïjate te tv aghaà päpä ye pacanty ätma-käraëät. Anyone who is preparing rasagullä for himself or expanded himself, so they simply become implicated with sinful activities. So if you are... Suppose if you prepare rasagullä, stealing from the shopkeeper sugar and..., then how long you will go on? One day you'll be captured. Stena eva sa ucyate. What is that verse? Stena eva sa ucyate. (Bengali) Yajïa-puruña. Real point is to satisfy. You cannot supply rasagullä, but if you supply rasagullä as prasädam, then the rasagullä-eater is benefited, you are benefited, and Kåñëa is pleased.

Jayapatäkä: But some devotees say that "In cooking rasagullä for Kåñëa and the masses, I got my hand burnt. So now I want to practice on my own how to make rasagullä. When I become expert, then again I'll make for the masses."

Prabhupäda: You can prepare for Kåñëa so that your hands will be saved. Because you are thinking in that way, that "Let me prepare for myself," therefore your hands is burned. Bhuïjate te tv aghaà päpä ye pacanty ätma-käraëät.
Room Conversation                August 21, 1975, Bombay

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) So I shall personally teach Bhagavad-gétä. Her and her most confidential associates or who is governing. That I can do. (Bengali) Imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. I wanted a räjarñi to take up this movement seriously, but I could not get till now. If she becomes, it will be benefit for me, for the world, for her, everyone. Because I have no power, I have no money, but if one räjarñi who has got strength, money, intelligence, if she takes, then it will be very quickly successful. Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu, His movement became very successful when Mahäräja Pratäparudra of Orissa took it. Gautama Buddha's movement was successful when Açoka, Mahäräja Açoka took it. It requires. And Kåñëa says, räjarñayo viduù.

Lalitä: (Bengali) She is very cunning.

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) She is spiritually inclined. She goes to so many spiritual men, but they cannot give her guidance. That means she has some inclination. That I can understand. Just like these for..., American boys, they are after spiritual enlightenment and all the swamis and yogis who went there simply exploited them because they have no knowledge, neither they are prepared to take knowledge from the authority, Kåñëa. That is their defect. That is their defect.

Conversation Paris,1976

Prabhupäda: Penang also I visited. I stayed with one Indian gentleman. His wife made very nice kachori.

Hari-çauri: It doesn't matter wherever you go around the world...

Prabhupäda: They asked: 'What you want to eat?' If you can, you make first-class kachori. That is from my childhood. My friends also did it. They'd make the first-class kachoris in my youthhood. I am fond of kachori. Kachori is made first class in Mathurä.

Bombay

Dear Tamala Krsna Maharaja,

Please accept my blessings. I beg to acknowledge receipt of your GBC report dated January 3, 1974, and I thank you for reporting so completely on the situtation in India. [ ]

Yes, I agree the construction of a temple in Calcutta should wait until we finish our present projects which we have undertaken. We should not accept projects which will strain us. Bombay was a great strain, but Krsna has now given it to us. Henceforth we should not accept too much strain. It was a very bitter experience for me in Bombay. As Nair's party was determined not to let us have the land I was more determined to take it at any cost. Krsna has helped us, but we should not strain Krsna by such action.

“The order (of the special duties of the vaisya) in which they are mentioned in the Bhagavad Gita is more significant: agriculture, cow- keeping (protection) and trade.

“The first two are the primary means of supplying the necessities of life; the third its luxuries. Hence those two are the most emphasized, though many kinds of trade are mentioned. p.296

“‘The dharma that anyone performeth, the merit of good works that anyone gathereth- three parts therof belong to him who provideth the food wherewith the worker of merit worketh, and only one belongeth to himself.’

“Thus high is the calling of the vaisya, the tiller of the soil, the giver of the food- almost more important than any other; thus high is the recompense offered, by the ancient culture, to ‘productive labor’ out of the proceeds of ‘unproductive’ labor.

“Obviously, the bulk of the people must be vaisyas, if the ‘national’ body is to be well proportioned, else would the head and arms overbalance the trunk and the lower limbs.

“Even the sudras in a ‘nation’ must not be very many, not so many by far, as the vaisyas. 

“The legs and feet are very small in volume, compared with the trunk and thighs.

“Too many sudras, too many servants, can only mean, on the one hand, a dangerous excess of luxuriousness and indolence in the other classes, and on the other, would mean that the aggregate amount of soul- wisdom that is the most precious possession of the twice-born is smaller, in the ‘nation’, than the amount of ignorance; that, therefore, the factors and forces of law and order and harmony and affection are weaker, in that society, than the elements of error and disorder, natural to the ‘child stage’ of the jiva.”

‘The kingdom wherein sudras preponderate over the twice born, and wherein error and lack of the higher wisdom are therefore rampant- that kingdom shall surely perish before long, oppressed with the horrors of misgovernment, epidemics and famines’  (Manu Ch 8 v22) p.306,307 

“According to Manu, the use of large machines...is to be condemned and discouraged (whereas that of small machines are not: Manu 9.63)...In the long run, they make life more competitive, bitter and vulgar. It constitutes a minor sin, and expiation is prescribed..

“Small machines capable of management by a single person do not oppose such obstacles to the development of individual taste and artistic capacity.” P. 191, 192

Tamäla Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda? What is that ingredient or what is that thing which causes faith to develop in one? From someone becoming...

Prabhupäda: Purity. Purity. The more you become pure, the faith is firm.

Näräyaëa: So faith comes from previous pious activities?

Prabhupäda: No, may not be previous activity. You believe the authority, spiritual master.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That comes from purity, faith.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: As purity develops, one becomes more faithful.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That purity is said, ädau çraddhä: "Beginning is faith." Now tato sädhu-saìgaù: "You mix with faithful men." Then it will develop. Otherwise, if you take simply initiation and then sleep, then faith will be lost. That is happening. Therefore it is said, adau çraddhä tato sädhu-saìgaù. You accept faith, maybe blindly. Now you make further progress by mixing with advanced devotees. Then it will remain fixed. Otherwise you will loss.

Bahuläçva: Faith is fixed by knowledge?

Prabhupäda: No, faith may be blind, but it increases. If you stick to faith and follow the principles, then it will increase. Svayam eva sphuraty adaù. Just like... Yasya deve parä bhaktiù yathä deve tathä gurau. So if you have got faith in spiritual master then you will advance. If you have no faith, then it will be lost. [ ]

Prabhupäda: As you become purified, then your faith becomes fixed up with knowledge. Therefore that is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpam: "One who has finished his sinful life, he can become a devotee." Otherwise one cannot. First of all, beginning in faith. Then, by following the process, he becomes completely sinless. Then he, full knowledge. And so long he will be sinful, the things will be not properly manifested. Yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpam.
Baradräj: So knowledge is not necessary for faith but faith is necessary for knowledge.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore devotee, without any knowledge he becomes devotee. That faith, only faith. The devotee advances. Jïänaà ca yad ahaituké. Later on, they become automatically full of knowledge because they have strong faith. That is also stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. Teñäm evänukampärtham aham ajïäna-jaà tamaù näçayämy: "Because he is faithful, therefore I help him how to get knowledge." Again you come to that. Mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca. Everything is there. [ ]

Prabhupäda: (chuckles) Yes. So whatever is said in the çästra... Now, they say, "Faith begins from the tongue." "No," it is sur-prising. How is that? But it is a fact.

Baradräj: So to encourage their faith, therefore the sädhu must set example of purity.

Prabhupäda: Sädhu çästra guru väkya, tinete koriyä aikya. Guru-mukha-padma-väkya, cittete koriyä aikya, är nä koriho mane äçä. Don't go anywhere else. Take this faithfully, the orders of guru. You are singing daily. Är nä koriho mane äçä. This is faith, strong faith. And that is described in the Caitanya-caritämåta, çraddhä-çabde---viçväsa çudådha niçcaya. Viçväsa, firm faith. That is çraddhä. Faith means to believe strongly. That is faith. [ ] 

Sudämä: ...Prabhupäda, either of those associations, which is the highest?

Prabhupäda: Both are equal.

Sudämä: Both are equal?

Prabhupäda: You have to associate with both. Guru-kåñëa-kåpäya päya bhakti-latä-béja. Both guru's kåpä and Kåñëa's kåpä, they must be joined. Then you will get. (break)

Jayädvaita: We're very eager to get that guru-kåpä.
Prabhupäda: Who?

Jayadwaita: We are, all of us.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yasya prasädäd bhagavat-prasädaù. If you get guru's kåpä, then automatically you get Kåñëa.

Näräyaëa: Guru-kåpä only comes by pleasing the spiritual master, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Otherwise how?

Näräyaëa: Excuse me?

Prabhupäda: Otherwise how it can come?

Näräyaëa: So those disciples who don't have opportunity to see you or speak with you...

Prabhupäda: That he was speaking, väëé and vapuù. Even if you don't see his body, you take his word, väëé.
Näräyaëa: But how do they know they're pleasing you, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: If you actually follow the words of guru, that means he is pleased. 

And if you do not follow, how he can be pleased?

Sudämä: Not only that, but your mercy is spread everywhere, and if we take advantage, you told us once, then we will feel the result.                                  
Prabhupäda: Yes.

Jayädvaita: And if we have faith in what the guru says, then automatically we'll do that.

Prabhupäda: Yes. My Guru Mahäräja passed in 1936, and I started this movement in 1965, thirty years after. Then? I am getting the mercy of guru. This is väëé. Even the guru is not physically present, if you follow the väëé, then you are getting help.
Sudämä: So there's no question of ever separation as long as the disciple follows the instruction of guru.

Prabhupäda: No. Cakhu-dän dilo jei... What is that, next one?

Sudämä: Cakhu-dän dilo jei, janme janme prabhu sei.
Prabhupäda: Janme janme prabhu sei. So where there is separation? Who has opened your eyes, he is birth after birth your prabhu.
Paramahaàsa: You never feel any intense separation from your spiritual master?

Prabhupäda: That you do not require to question. (end)

Mr. Surface: Were some of the animals destined to survive through the destruction of other animals?

Prabhupäda: Yes. You are also destroying so many cows daily, although you are human being. Do you consider that "Why this cow should be slaughtered?" They are also living beings. So what about the animals? If man can slaughter so many animals daily, then if a tiger kills another one animal, what is the wrong there? That is the distinction between man and animal. Everyone has to eat somebody, and nature's law is one living being is eating another living being. Jévo jévasya jévanam. So the snake is eating the frog, the frog is eating another small animal or some flies, and the snake is eaten by the mongoose, and the mongoose eaten by somebody else, by cat or by dog. So this is the law of nature. Therefore the human being is suggested that "You should take Kåñëa prasädam. Eating is required, but you don't eat like the lower animals. You take Kåñëa prasädam. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati: "Anyone who is offering Me with devotion and love leaves, vegetables, fruits, flowers, milk, that I take." So we take Kåñëa prasädam, the remnants of foodstuff left by Kåñëa. So that is our philosophy--we take Kåñëa prasädam. Although there is also... Maybe not killing. Because if I take this flower from the tree, the tree is not killed. If I take grains from the paddy... What is called?

Bhojadeva: Plant?

Prabhupäda: Yes. So it dies before. All these food grain plants, when the food grains are ripened, they dry. So it is not required to kill the plant. When it is already dead, you can take the food grains. 

When you take milk, the cow is not killed. 

(ED: ONLY IF we follow THE ORDER to COOPERATE to “be SATISFIED by our food, our cloth and OUR MILK. THAT’S ALL. Let the whole world go to hell. We don’t care. If you want to SAVE YOURSELF ALSO, you DO THIS.” Jan 21st. 1977 )

The milk is nothing but transformation of the blood. So we are taking milk means blood. The blood is in a red color, and milk is in white color, but it is blood. Unless it is blood, how so much liquid comes from the body? So we take the same blood in a very intelligible way so that cow may live, he can continue to give me more and more, and I take more benefit from the wonderful food, milk. This is intelligence. And because cow blood is very beneficial for health, if I kill the cow, that is not very good intelligence. In our New Vrindaban the cows are giving more milk than others because they know we shall not kill them. They are happy. You'll get from Bhägavatam... Find out this verse in the First Canto, I think, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. Kämaà vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé. Find this verse. (break)

Satsvarüpa: 

(kämaà) vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé siñicuù sma vrajän gävaù payasodhasvatér mudä
"During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, the clouds showered..."

Prabhupäda: (aside:) The windows this side cannot be opened?

Satsvarüpa: "... all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bags and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: You can open this, these windows. There is no window? Just hear this.

Nara-näräyaëa: Close?

Prabhupäda: No, open this glass window so ventilation may come. Ah. So? Yes, so read the translation.

Satsvarüpa: "During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhisthira, the clouds showered all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: That's all. Because the cows were very cheerful, the milk was dropping from the milk bag so that the grazing ground became muddy. It was muddy not with water but with milk. So how much milk was being delivered by the cows. Because, the reason is... Why? They remained cheerful. What is that? Second line?

Satsvarüpa: "Due to its fatty milk bag and cheerful attitude,..."

Prabhupäda: "Cheerful attitude." If cows know. They have got intelligence that "We will be killed." Therefore they are not supplying sufficient milk. They cannot, just like if your mind is full of anxiety, you cannot work fully. So because they are denied this cheerfulness, you are getting less milk. 

If you keep them cheerful, they will give more milk. 

This is nature's economic dev elop ment. 

Artificially you cannot increase the production of milk. But according to the instruction of scripture, 

if you keep them cheerful without any fear, 

they will deliver double milk. 

So therefore in the Bhagavad-gétä it is recommended that cows should be protected in the human society. If you want to eat meat, you can kill insignificant, small animal, but don't kill cows. There are other animals--hogs, pigs, goats, lambs or birds, so many, fish--if you are at all interested in meat-eating; but don't kill cow. Find out this verse from Bhagavad-gétä, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. Those who are vaiçyas... Economic development... Vaiçya means economic development. They should produce ample food grains and give protection to the cows. Just like our Kåñëa's life, His foster father was a vaiçya. So he is keeping so many hundred thousands of cows, and Kåñëa was entrusted to take charge of the calves, Kåñëa-Balaräma. So although They were very rich father's son, still They were taking the calves in the forest for tending in childhood. Still... You have seen in Mäyäpur? The small children, they are taking care very nicely of the cows. After all, it is animal. The small child has got a stick, and he has been trained up how to allow them to graze. They have done. So according to Bhagavad-gétä... But that is very nice, that economic development means you produce more food grains and more milk. Then it will solve all posit... There will be no scarcity of food or happiness. Our, these Kåñëa society young boys and girls, they have prepared so many nice things from milk. It is nutritious, very palatable, every..., everything. And we take food grains, fruits, milk preparation, that's all. That is very easily available. You can get enough fruits if you cultivate trees and plants. That is recommended in Bhagavad-gétä. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati. What I have given, purport of that verse?

Satsvarüpa: Kåñi-go-rakñya?
Prabhupäda: No, kamam vavarsa parjanyaù.
Satsvarüpa: Oh, yes. Purport. "The basic principle of economic development is centered about land and cows. The necessity of human society are food grains, fruits, milk, minerals, clothing, wood, etc. One requires all these items to fulfill the material needs of the body. Certainly one does not require flesh and fish or iron tools and machinery. During the regime of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, all over the world there were regulated rainfalls. Rainfalls are not in the control of the human being. The heavenly King Indradeva is the controller of rains, and he is the servant of the Lord. When the Lord is obeyed by the king and the people under the king's administration, there are regulated rains from the horizon, and these rains are the cause of all varieties of production on the land. Regulated rains not only help ample production of grains and fruits, but when they combine with astronomical influences there is ample production of valuable stones and pearls. Grains and vegetables can sumptuously feed a man and animals, and a fatty cow delivers enough milk to supply a man sumptuously with vigor and vitality. If there is enough milk, enough grains, enough fruit, enough cotton, enough silk and enough jewels, then why do the people need cinemas, houses of prostitution, slaughterhouses, etc.? What is the need of an artificial luxurious life of cinema, cars, radio, flesh and hotels? Has this civilization produced anything but quarreling individually and nationally? Has this civilization enhanced the cause of equality and fraternity by sending thousands of men into a hellish factory and the warfields at the whims of a particular man? It is said here that the cows used to moisten the pasturing land with milk because their milk bags were fatty and the animals were joyful. Do they not require, therefore, proper protection for a joyful life by being fed with a sufficient quantity of grass in the field? Why should men kill cows for their selfish purposes? Why should men not be satisfied with grains, fruits and milk, which, combined together, can produce hundreds and thousands of palatable dishes. Why are there slaughterhouses all over the world to kill innocent animals? Mahäräja Parékñit, grandson of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, while touring his vast kingdom, saw a black man attempting to kill a cow. The King at once arrested the butcher and chastised him sufficiently. Should not a king or an executive head protect the lives of the poor animals who are unable to defend themselves? Is this humanity? Are not the animals of a country citizens also? Then why are they allowed to be butchered in organized slaughterhouses? Are these the signs of equality and fraternity and nonviolence? Therefore, in contrast with the modern, advanced, civilized form of government, an autocracy like Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's is by far superior to so-called democracy in which animals are killed and a man less than an animal is allowed to cast votes for another less than animal man. We are all creatures of material nature. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said that the Lord Himself is the seed-giving father and material nature is the mother of all living beings in all shapes. Thus mother material nature has enough foodstuff both for animals and men, by the grace of the father almighty, Çré Kåñëa. The human being is the elder brother of all living beings. He is endowed with intelligence more powerful than the animals for realizing the course of nature and the indications of the almighty father. Human civilizations should depend on the production of material nature without artificially attempting economic development to turn the world into a chaos of artificial greed and power only for the purpose of artificial luxuries and sense gratification. This is but the life of dogs and hogs."

Prabhupäda: Now men are killing their own children. Is it not? Even cats and dogs do not do this. Although they give birth at a time half a dozen children, still they are not anxious to kill them. (pause) So I am coming in one minute. Please sit down. Hare Kåñëa. (break) Why you are there?

Mr. Surface: I must leave. Thank you.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa. Give him some prasäda.
Nara-näräyaëa: There is so much mismanagement in different parts of the world that there are so many revolutions now in all parts of the world including India, Africa and even the United States. There are so many problems based on the fact that their food grains and milk supply are not being supplied nicely or distributed nicely. Now, supposing that there is a demand that there should be good management for it, how these things should be distributed properly, by what system, so that people can get these things in a way that they can become God conscious and at the same time have their...?

Prabhupäda: God consciousness does not depend on distribution of food. It requires cultural education. It does not mean that one who has got enough food, he is God conscious. The food distribution is not one of the conditions for becoming God conscious. That is wrong project. "If people are given sufficient food, they will become God conscious"--that is not the fact. But people advance this theory, that "We are now economically distressed. We cannot turn our attention to God consciousness." That is a wrong plea. God consciousness does not depend on any material condition.

Åñabhadeva: Çréla Prabhupäda, earlier you had said that nature provides each species its foodstuff. But in other species other than man we see that it's immediately obtainable. But man has to work for it, and he has to wait for the fruits of his labor. Why is that nature's arrangement?

Prabhupäda: Nature's arrangement... In this material world you cannot eat without working. Even if you are lion--lion is considered to be the most powerful animal--he has to capture one animal. He cannot think that "Let me sleep, and the animal will come automatically in my mouth." It is not possible. You have to work; this is the material world. So that work is simple work. If  you have got land... Everyone has got land. You just work little, and it will produce your food grains. And the food grains will give food to the animal and man. The animal, cow, he will eat the grass, and you will take the grains. Why should you kill the animal? 

You haven't got to arrange for his food. You produce paddy. 
The plant, when it is dried, it is good for animals, and you take the grains. Why should you kill him? And he will deliver you. If you protect his life, he will give you nice milk. So you keep animal, cows, and grow food grain; then your food problem is solved. So if your food problem is solved and your cloth problems is solved, then where is your economic necessity? Then you save time and cultivate Kåñëa consciousness. 

So real business will be how to cultivate, 

how to become advanced in God consciousness. 

That the animal cannot do. You are claiming more intelligence than the animals, so use your intelligence in this way. Don't spoil day and night for your economic development. So-called economic development means as soon as you become stout and strong, then sense gratification. Then you cultivate the culture of nudism. That Los Angeles beach, "Beach for nudies." Is not written there?

Morning Walks                   October 1-3, 1972, Los Angeles

Prabhupäda: So in the Tenth Chapter it is said, teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam [Bg. 10.10]. Do you know this verse? Bhajatäà préti-pürvakam. "One who is engaged in devotional service with love and faith," buddhi-yogaà dadämi, "I give him intelligence." That is stated. Satata-yuktänäm, "Twenty-four hours engaged with love and faith in My service, I give him intelligence, not to others." That is the qualification. Buddhi-yogaà dadämi te yena mäm upayänti. What kind of intelligence? By which one can come back to home, back to Godhead. 

Not for material enjoyment, or bluffing  or cheating. 

Not that intelligence. 

That intelligence also given by Him, indirectly. "If you want to cheat, all right, I will give you how to cheat  others." That is material. In the material world, we can cheat. In the spiritual world, there is no question of cheating.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.8.40           Los Angeles, May 2, 1973

"All these cities and villages are flourishing in all respects because the herbs and grains are in abundance, the trees are full of fruits, the rivers are flowing, the hills are full of minerals and the oceans full of wealth. And this is all due to Your glancing over them."

Prabhupäda: This is Vedic civilization. There is mention of so many things, that "The grains are in abundance and the trees are full of fruits. The rivers are flowing nicely. The hills are full of minerals and the ocean full of wealth." So where is the scarcity? 

There is no mention that slaughterhouse is flourishing, 

(Ed:”flourishing” because we purchase milk products FROM THEIR SHOP!)

industry is flourishing. No such mention. There are all nonsense things they have created. Therefore problems are there. If you depend on God's creation, then there is no scarcity, simply änanda. If the trees are full of fruits, if you have got sufficient grains and... Because there is sufficient grains, there is sufficient grass also. The animals, the cows, they will eat the grass. You'll eat the grains, the fruits. And the animal will help you, the bulls will help you to produce grains. And he will partake little, what you throw away. The animal will be satisfied. You take the fruits, inside of the fruits; you throw away the skin, the animal will be satisfied. You take the grains and throw away the grass. The animals will be satisfied. From the trees, you take the fruits. They are satisfied with the vegetables.

So there is full cooperation between trees, animals, human beings when there is Kåñëa is in the center. This is civilization.

Prabhupäda: If there is no training, naturally it will deteriorate.

Room Conversation                         August 1, 1972, London

Prabhupäda: ...viñaya chäòiyä. Oh, yes, then it is (indistinct). Viñaya chäòiyä, se rase majiyä mukhe bolo hari hari, parama karuëa, pahü dui jana. But even if we do speculation business and do it for Kåñëa, that is not good.

Devotee: Not so high a class.

Prabhupäda: They are doing little business because gåhasthas, they require money. All right, do some incense, this, that. Not very big business. If one is expert like Arjuna or Ambaréña Mahäräja, that is different thing. Just like this Advaita, he was given in press. Now he sees that "I can work anywhere I want, so I can get money. Why I should waste my time?'' He neglected. That means viñaya attracted him. He thought, "I am qualified boy. Why I should waste my time with this press?'' Therefore he went away. He sacrificed Kåñëa consciousness, and now he's getting some money he's satisfied. He's thinking that he has become a big man.

Devotee: Ätreya Åñi went to see them in New York the last day, but they wouldn't come.

Prabhupäda: Both, (indistinct).

Devotee: Yeah.

Prabhupäda: They are getting money from other karmés, so why they should come? They are thinking that "As family man we must make money.'' Ato gåha-kñetra-sutäpta-vittair , huh? House, land, children, friends, money for increasing their illusion. Janasya moho 'yam ahaà mameti [SB 5.5.8]. (indistinct) 

He does not know that he is being finished,

 and he's thinking that "I am making profit.'' Paräbhavas tävad abodha-jäta. 

This rascal, he's being defeated. He does not know. 

He got the chance of Kåñëa consciousness; he sacrificed Kåñëa consciousness. 

And he is attracted by little pounds, dollars. (pause) 

But his wife is good, Balai däsé. She is coming.

Devotee: Yes, she came to maìgala-ärati.

Prabhupäda: She comes, and she said, "Then we live separately, Advaita.'' He doesn't like. He's such a rascal. Such a nice, good, beautiful wife, and he's neglecting. (sounds of Prabhupäda taking prasädam) 

Milk, here they take cold milk, and they (makes sounds of glug-glug-glug drinking). No. Milk should be hot, and it should be taken little. (Ed: sipped?)
Devotee: Hm.

Prabhupäda: That is the way of taking milk. And this masala, it does not taste good. In India, especially in Northern India, Punjab, they will take at night, milk, (indistinct). No other things. They, all business men, the Marwari society, they'll take food before evening and then again they work. Then after ten they will come home and take little milk and go rest. (pause) 

Prabhupäda: Now we have created some impression that we are doing something nice. Even Keating is also impressed.

Devotee: Yeah. We're not wandering from village to village anymore. We're settled.

Prabhupäda: No. Even we wander from village to village, people are being impressed that we are doing something good. Actually it is so. I tell you it is so. One who cannot understand it, he is a fool. Actually we are doing the best work, God consciousness. And actually it is a fact: simply for want of God consciousness they are suffering, that's all. There is no other reason. The only reason is this. Just like this morning I said, 

"God is the proprietor. Why you are claiming proprietor? 

You may be manager, not proprietor.'' 

Actually that is our position. 

Just like I am head of this institution, but I am not dealing as proprietor. 

I am dealing as manager, head. Is it not?

Devotee: This is the only society where Kåñëa is the owner of everything.

Prabhupäda: And all my assistants, they are also working in that capacity. 

If I would have been proprietor, then they would not have been interested.

Devotee: Hm.

Prabhupäda: I would have collected the money and used for my sense gratification. 

Then nobody would help me.

Devotee: I think the English milk is better than American milk, isn't it?

Prabhupäda: I think so. It is from Holland.

Devotee: Oh. There's some famous islands between England and Holland called the Jersey Islands. There's special milk that comes from Jersey. Jersey milk is best.

Prabhupäda: No. These Europeans, Americans, if they take to Kåñëa consciousness, 

they'll be more happy. 

That is assured. 

From all angles of vision-

their family life,   

their political life, 

their social life, 

their cultural life, 

their religious life, 

their philosophical life, 

their scientific life—

everything will be perfect. 

Now you have to teach them. 

I can give you the ideas how they'll be happy. 
The rascals, they do not know why, what is your specialness, and 

just to teach you this. My only ambition is that you are... (aside:) Oh, there is no water. 

You are supposed to be the most intelligent persons. (Prabhupäda drinks) 

So if you take, others will take. That is going on. 

So I have no distinction between East and West. 

They're thinking that East is conquering West by culture. 

That is their enviousness. (laughter) 

That is, they are afraid. 

Because the Britishers, they kept Indian culture suppressed so long because... [break] 

...the kñatriya, kings, in special cases. Not for public. Among the kñatriyas. And among the vaiçyas, one day in a year, when they were allocated(?), to try one's luck. One day they'll bet. Not amongst the brähmaëas or the çüdras. Çüdras have no money to gamble, and brähmaëas prohibited. The kñatriyas, they were also allowed in special cases, and the vaiçyas were allowed to engage in gambling one day in a year. That means restricted.

Devotee: Boy, that system of dharma... We can start discussing it tomorrow in our philosophy class. It's just so perfect. Everything is...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Whole plan is perfect.
Devotee: But the British systematically broke it down.

Prabhupäda: Because Lord Macauley(?) gave them in this study, they said that if you keep the Indians in their original culture, then they cannot be broken. Gandhi took that state: noncooperation. Don't cooperate with them. And then kill them. 

Devotee: This man who wrote this book made an interesting comment. He said that after..., or before the First World War, when the British were entering the First World War, they made a promise to the Indians that "If you help us fight this war, then we will give you freedom afterwards."

Prabhupäda: They did not.
Devotee: They helped, but they didn't give them freedom. So Gandhi or the others, they took that asat. "They have broken their promise, so now we can break ours, noncooperation."

Prabhupäda: Yes. They actually expanded their empire all over the (indistinct) world by Indian cooperation. Therefore these big men like Attlee, when they thought that "India is going out of our hands,'' so don't (indistinct) up our empire. Forget it. They voluntarily (indistinct).

Devotee: The whole thing. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: Now they are not, those Englishmen, as they were in Victorian day. Nobody cares for you.

Devotee: You'll see the last remnants at that Commonwealth Club, I think, engagement. No more, no one cares.

Prabhupäda: Commonwealth is in name. (pause) [ ]

Devotee: The advantage of a van is that it can be used for sleeping purposes also.

Prabhupäda: Sleeping purposes in India, tropical country, if you carry camp, if you want to sleep somewhere you just immediately set up a camp and pass night very comfortable. And you go on the field passing stool. Just catch up some watery place. (laughter) You can cook, you can take bath, you can wash your dishes, then put up on the trailer and go on.

Room Conversation with Robert Gouiran, Nuclear Physicist from European Center for Nuclear Research                June 5, 1974, Geneva
Robert Gouiran: But the scientists know that science is not complete, but we try to do it as the nearest approach we could do.

Prabhupäda: No, no, no.

Robert Gouiran: Nobody claims to be complete.

Prabhupäda: It is just like the children. The children are trying to build castle on the sea beach of sand, very busy. Two, three hours, so long the father, mother is there, they're busy. But as soon as the father, mother goes, "Hey, come on," everything finished. So this scientific struggle is exactly like that, all childish, children's play. Therefore this word is used, prakåti-sthäni karñati: "The living entities, they are trying to create so many things, but it is simply struggle for existence." 

It has no value. The same example: a children is building castles, skyscraper building. 

They're thinking, "This is skyscraper building." But what is the value of it?

Robert Gouiran: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Now, I have been in Rome. Those... Two thousand years ago, they also constructed big, big arena, Roman arena, this temple, that temple. Now they are simply relics. 

Those who constructed, they're finished. And where they have gone, nobody knows. And whatever they did, that is simply relics. That's all. So when they acted on these big, big buildings, it was very important business. 

The same building is standing, and it is useless.

Robert Gouiran: But the relic of a ship doesn't mean that the ship has been useless.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: His, he says...

Prabhupäda: No, no. For the time being. 

It is useless... Actually, it is useless. But for the time being, we are taking as very useful. Just like the aeroplane. It is very useful. But as soon as crashed, where is the...? Whole thing is lost. And it will crash. Because everything material we are creating... Just like the big, big buildings. They're also crashed. The end is there. Anything material, it has got beginning, and it has got end. That is our point. So things which will end in due course of time, why we should waste our time in that way? And we are part and parcel of God. We have got different business. We have forgotten that. We are simply engaged in temporary castle building which will be relics after some thousands of years. So are we not wasting our time?

Robert Gouiran: There is no end. It's only a transformation.

Yogeçvara: There is no what?

Prabhupäda: What is that transformation?

Robert Gouiran: You say...

Yogeçvara: There is no end?

Robert Gouiran: ...there is a beginning and there is a end. But I don't call it an end. It's just transformation.

Prabhupäda: The transformation is going on automatically. Transformation... Just like from ether there is transformation of sound. From sound there is air. From air there is fire. From fire there is water. From water there is land. That is going on. You are not doing anything. It is going on. This is known that this is the physical elements. Beginning is the ether. Do you accept it or not? From ether there is sound. From sound there is air. From air there is fire. From fire there is water. From water there is land.

Yogeçvara: His point is this transformation is going on...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: ...but what was one ship or one relic, now there's a new one. Is that your point?

Puñöa-kåñëa: That there is no beginning or end to the energy.

Robert Gouiran: No, what I said before. I said that to say that the ship is now relic...

Prabhupäda: But you... That we admit. There is some temporary use. There is some temporary use.

Robert Gouiran: Yes, I agree.

Prabhupäda: Just like your body has got some temporary use. Your body... But the... Your body's working. You, you are a scientist. You are working. Your work is temporary. But the soul, as soon as the soul is gone from your body, your body'll not work.

Robert Gouiran: Yes, but during his life my body has participated to a cosmic plane.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Yogeçvara: He says, while the ship is existing or while the body's existing, it must be used. It has some utility.

Prabhupäda: That I admit. But you have to accept it that it is temporary.

Robert Gouiran: Oh...

Prabhupäda: It is temporary.

Robert Gouiran: But it's a parcel of...

Prabhupäda: I don't say that it is false. It is temporary.
Robert Gouiran: I agree it's temporary.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Robert Gouiran: But my work is to understand what will be the next transformation.

Prabhupäda: That transform...

Robert Gouiran: So to transform the temporary...

Prabhupäda: You know or do not know, the transformation will take place. Take, for example, the ship. The ship is combination of these five material things, earth, water, air, fire and... And when it is destroyed, it again turns into earth, water, fire... So the conservation of energy is there. You simply give a shape, temporary, and it goes again to the same place, original physical elements. This is going on. But you are... You do not know that you are eternal. That is ignorance. So therefore the sense is that "If I am eternal, then why I am busy with these temporary things?" That knowledge is lacking. I am eternal. 

So now, as human being, I am busy in temporary things, to construct a big ship or aeroplane. 

But as soon as I change this body, I become a bird, I have no power. 

Then I manufacture a nest on the top of the tree. That is my business. 

Or... Because the body will change. That is lack of knowledge. I am eternal. In this particular body I am busy with some temporary things. And as soon as I change my body, then another temporary thing. Eh? The... 

Suppose the big Romans. 

When they were Romans, they constructed all these big, big buildings. 

But if the Romans have changed into birds, they're no more interested in this body. 

They're interested in making some complicated nest on the top of the tree. 

This is going on, life after li... 

This knowledge is lacking. Therefore it is said, manaù ñañöhänéndriyäëi prakåti-sthäni... They are struggling on this mat... [break] ...physical world by concocted mental speculation. That's all. As soon as the body is changed, then everything is changed.

Robert Gouiran: I agree.

Prabhupäda: That they do not know, that "I am changing this body, and I am getting temporary engagement and wasting my time. And... But my problem, the change of body, death, is there. The death is there. Therefore my real problem is how to stop this death." That we want also. We do not wish to die. That is our propensity.

This verse we have been discussing. (aside:) You can open. So vipra. Vipra means one who is fully conversant with Vedic knowledge. He is called vipra. For spiritual elevation there are gradual evolutionary stages. So vipra stage is just before becoming a qualified brähmaëa. That is called vipra. The first stage, by birth everyone is çüdra. Çüdra means affected by the miseries of this world. He is çüdra. Çocati. The material condition is full of anxiety, so anyone who is full of anxiety, he is çüdra. This is the... So if you analyze the present society, that who is not anxiety, full of anxiety, oh, nobody will say that "I am not full of anxiety." "I have got so many anxieties." So that means he is a çüdra. Kalau çüdra-sambhavaù: "In this age, everyone is çüdra." That is concluded. A brähmaëa is not afraid. He is not anxious because he is dependent on God. He knows that "I have surrendered unto God completely, and He is all-powerful. Therefore I have no anxiety." Just like a small child, he has no anxiety. Why? Because he is completely dependent on the parents. He knows confidently that in any danger, "Oh, my mother is there." As soon as he feels there is some danger, "Mother!" That's all. Finished. Similarly, one who is completely confident that "The supreme father is there. He will protect me, give me protection," so he has no anxiety. Näräyaëa-paräù sarve na kutaçcana bibhyati [SB 6.17.28]. When one is fully confident about God consciousness or Kåñëa consciousness, he is not afraid, not even afraid of death, because he knows that he has no death. He is eternal.

So to come to this platform of confidence or Kåñëa consciousness, there is training. That training is called viddhi-märga, regulative principles, following the regulative principles. So this whole varëäçrama system, Vedic system, the different caste—brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, a brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, sannyäsa—they are very scientifically designed to elevate one gradually to the standard of "no fear," "fearfulnessless," no more fear, confident. So vipra means just the previous stage of becoming completely a brähmaëa. 
Janmanä jäyate çüdraù: "By birth everyone is born a çüdra." 
Saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù: 
"When he goes to the spiritual master and the spiritual master initiates him, at that time his second birth is there, dvija." 
Dvija. The birds are called also dvija because they get twice birth. Once they come as egg, the form of birth in the egg, and then, when they come out from the egg and the shell, break the shell and come out, that is real life. Similarly, we are in the egg, within the shell of ignorance. So when we come out from the shell of ignorance, that is our second birth. The first birth is by father and mother, and the second birth is by the spiritual master and Vedic knowledge. There is also mother. 
The Vedic knowledge is mother, and the spiritual master is the father. 
So saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù. 

The spiritual master trains the student gradually. 

That is called initiation. 

That is called dvija. 

Janmana jäyate çüdraù: "By birth by the father and mother, everyone is çüdra." 

It doesn't matter where he takes his birth, not that only India they are brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra. Everywhere. Cätur-varëyam mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. In the Bhagavad-gétä you'll find that these four system of social division—brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra—they are all over the universe, not that... Don't think that it is in India. Everywhere.

So saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù. By reformation, by following the regulative principle of how to elevate oneself to the knowledge of Brahman... That is called saàskära. There are ten kinds of saàskäras, reformatory. This Vedic system is very scientific system to elevate the humankind to the highest perfection of life. So saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù. 

Then, when the saàskära is given, 

when his, the spiritual master sees that 

"This boy is now competent to study Vedas..." That requires a qualification. 

A çüdra is not allowed to study Vedas. 

There is restriction. 
Sometimes they think injustice, that "Why çüdras?" 
That is modern convention. Actually that is very nice. 
What a çüdra can understand Vedas? 

To the çüdras, a different type of knowledge... 

Just like the same thing, that the two plus two in the lower class 

is different from the two plus two in the higher mathematics. 

So çüdra cannot understand. 

So one has to become brähmaëa, vipra at least, dvija, twice—birth by initiation. 

Then he is allowed to study. Then he will be able to understand the language of... It is not injustice that çüdras are not... Just like... I do not know what is the system in your country, but in India, one who is not a graduate, he is not allowed to study law. If one, anyone wants to study law, if he wants to enter into the law college, then he must be a graduate first of all, at least B.A. Otherwise he cannot. So if somebody says, "It is injustice," why? "Everyone should." 

Everyone cannot understand. 

Similarly, 
without being initiated by proper spiritual master, 
nobody can understand. 

The Vedas is not like that: 
you purchase a book, 

the Bhagavad-gétä or Bhägavata, 
and study at home, and you learn. 

Oh, it is not possible 

just like simply by purchasing some medical books and study at home you cannot become a doctor, medical man. That is not possible. Neither you can become a lawyer. 

The books are available in the market, but that is not the process. 

You have to enter yourself in an institution, take lessons from the professors, 

must attend lecture classes, seventy-five percent at least. 

Then you are allowed to sit in the examination.

So the gradual process... First birth is çüdra, anyone. It doesn't matter. Even if he is born of a brähmaëa father, he is considered a çüdra. So then, by initiation, he becomes dvija, second birth. 


Then he is allowed to study the Vedic literatures, 

and when he is conversant with the studies of Vedic literature, he is called vipra. 

And when one has become a vipra—because that is the just previous stage of becoming a brähmaëa—

he acquires twelve kinds of qualities. Satya-çama-dama-titikña. 

The first quality is truthfulness. The second quality is controlling the senses. Controlling the mind. Çama-dama-titikña, to be very tolerant; ärjava, very simple; full of knowledge; full of theism; so many qualities. These qualities are mentioned. So here Prahläda Mahäräja says, vipräd dvi-ñaò-guëa-yutät. When one is a vipra, that means he has got all the good qualities, material good qualities. He is truthful. He is conversant with the science of religion. He knows what is God, what is Brahman. He is self-controlled. He is not sensual. So many good qualities. So Prahläda Mahäräja says that "Even one has attained the stage of becoming a vipra, and he has acquired all the good qualities required for becoming a vipra, but if he is lacking one quality..." What is that? Vipräd dvi-ñaò-guëa-yutä aravinda-näbha pädäravinda-vimukhät: "But he is adverse to God consciousness, or Kåñëa consciousness. He has got all the good qualities, he has studied Vedas, but if he is not God conscious..." Pädäravinda. Aravinda-näbha pädäravinda. Aravinda-näbha. Nabha means this navel, and aravinda means lotus. You know that the creation is made by the navel of Viñëu, the first sprouting of the lotus flower-like planet, and there is Brahmä, and he creates other things. So therefore, aravinda-näbha, "the Supreme Personality of Godhead, whose navel has the lotus flower," aravinda-näbha. And pädäravinda: "And His feet is also just like lotus, aravinda." Aravinda-näbha aravinda-päda. That means Supreme Personality of Godhead. So a vipra, a qualified person with all good qualities, material qualities, if he is lacking the simple quality that he is not conversant with the science of God, vimukhät, he is not very serious to understand what is God... That is the position.

Now, at the present moment, everyone is highly educated to the material standard, but they have no knowledge what is God. So even they become vipra, because they are lacking this knowledge, Prahläda Mahäräja says that a person, a dog-eater who has God consciousness is better than him. Çvapacaà variñöham. Çvapaca means a person who is born in the family of dog-eaters. Çvapacaà variñöham.

He is a perfect yogé who, by comparison to his own self, sees the true equality of all beings, in both their happiness and their distress, O Arjuna!

PURPORT

One who is Kåñëa conscious is a perfect yogé; 

he is aware of everyone's happiness and distress by dint of his own personal experience. The cause of the distress of a living entity is forgetfulness of his relationship with God. And the cause of happiness is knowing Kåñëa to be the supreme enjoyer of all the activities of the human being, the proprietor of all lands and planets, and the sincerest friend of all living entities. The perfect yogé knows that the living being who is conditioned by the modes of material nature is subjected to the threefold material miseries due to forgetfulness of his relationship with Kåñëa. And because one in Kåñëa consciousness is happy, he tries to distribute the knowledge of Kåñëa everywhere. Since the perfect yogé tries to broadcast the importance of becoming Kåñëa conscious, he is the best philanthropist in the world, and he is the dearest servitor of the Lord. Na ca tasmän manuñyeñu kaçcin me priya-kåttamaù (Bg. 18.69). In other words, a devotee of the Lord always looks to the welfare of all living entities, and in this way he is factually the friend of everyone. He is the best yogé because he does not desire perfection in yoga for his personal benefit, but tries for others also. He does not envy his fellow living entities. Here is a contrast between a pure devotee of the Lord and a yogé interested only in his personal elevation. The yogé who has withdrawn to a secluded place in order to meditate perfectly may not be as perfect as a devotee who is trying his best to turn every man toward Kåñëa consciousness.

And if we do not believe çästras, then there is no, I mean, use of understanding Kåñëa. Çästra-cakñusä. You have to see... Kåñëa is adhokñaja, beyond the perception, sense perception. But through the çästra we can understand little bit of Kåñëa. It is very difficult to know. We cannot understand. Kåñëa is unlimited. We are limited. Still, whatever limited power we have got, we can understand Kåñëa if we follow the çästra, sädhu and guru. Sädhu-çästra-guru-väkya tinete kariyä aikya. [ ]

So we should take this opportunity, Kåñëa consciousness. Ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu-saìgaù [Cc. Madhya 23.14-15]. This association, society, of sädhus, who have dedicated their life for understanding Kåñëa, for serving Kåñëa, they are sädhu. Ädau çraddhä tataù sädhu... tataù sädhu-saìgo 'tha bhajana-kriyä. By sädhu-saìga [Cc. Madhya 22.83] means next stage is how to adopt devotional life.

These boys, these girls, gradually they came. 

First of all they were hearing, Then they came forward, "Please make me your disciple." 

That means "Under your direction my bhajana-kriyä will go." 

This is called bhajana-kriyä, under the direction of the spiritual master. 

Then anartha-nivåttiù syät. Anartha means things which are not wanted. We are accustomed to so many things, rascal things, which is not at all wanted. But we have been accustomed. By bad association.

Gauräìgera duöi pada

The next line is, gauräìgera saìgi-gaëe. Saìgi-gaëe means "associates." Lord Caitanya is always associated: He is not alone. We never see a picture of Lord Caitanya alone. At least there must be Lord Nityänanda or Gadädhara Paëòita. Actually, wherever Lord Caitanya was present, many thousands of devotees would assemble. Such devotees, especially those who were His nearest intimate associates, were nitya-siddha. In the devotional line there are three kinds of perfect devotees. One is called sädhana-siddha. This refers to a person who has very rigidly performed the regulative prescriptions and thereby reached the perfectional stage. Reaching the perfectional stage by executing the regulative principles is called sädhana-siddha. There is another kind of devotee, who is called kåpä-siddha. He may not have executed the regulative principles very rigidly, but by his service mood he is specifically blessed by the spiritual master or Kåñëa. He is immediately promoted to the perfectional stage. This is called kåpä-siddha. Nitya-siddha is one who was never contaminated by the material nature. The sädhana-siddhas and the kåpä-siddhas were supposed to have once been in the contamination of material nature, but nitya-siddhas never came into contact with the material nature. All the associates of Caitanya Mahäprabhu are nitya-siddhas, or eternally perfect.

Room Conversation with Yogi Bhajan                           June 7, 1975, Honolulu

Yogi Bhajan: Yeah. Santa Fe. We have decided that this is the time for everybody to get together and get their scene together and merge together.

Prabhupäda: They will never. (laughs) You may call all conferences, hundreds and thousands, but they will never, because there is no common platform. Godless.

Yogi Bhajan: That is what we are trying to provide.

Prabhupäda: But you are trying, that's nice, but it will be never successful. You can write it down.

Yogi Bhajan: Well, perhaps it is very simple. Somebody has to break the ice.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Yogi Bhajan: Somebody has to break the ice. Somebody, it doesn't matter who. Somebody has to go out and say, "You are welcome. Come in." And it has shown response. Even the prime minister has agreed to it. First she was not agreeing. And she is coming in Mexico.

Prabhupäda: Indira Gandhi?

Yogi Bhajan: Um hm. She will be there on the 17th and 18th. So we are carrying that spirit.

Prabhupäda: The thing is everyone is trying to be united. That United Nation is for the last twenty years. They started in 1947, United Nations? Eh?

Paramahaàsa: Yeah, '47.

Prabhupäda: And it is seventy...

Paramahaàsa: Almost thirty years.

Prabhupäda: Thirty years. What they have done? All the best men of the whole world, they are there, but no united, simply disunited. Common platform, they are not agreeable. They do not accept God.

Yogi Bhajan: Um hm.

Prabhupäda: That is the difficulty, no central point. You have got your own philosophy. I have got my own philosophy. He has got his own philosophy. Now, how we will agree?

Yogi Bhajan: No, I may not agree with your philosophy, and you may not agree with my philosophy, but one thing we both have agreed that you are you, and I am I, and both can have respect and love for each other. And there has to be a place where everybody should be given that opportunity.

Prabhupäda: That is going on. When I meet you I say, "Yes sir." You say, "Yes sir." That is all right. That is social etiquette. But real unity is on the platform of spirit soul. Paëòitäù sama-darçinaù [Bg. 5.18]. Paëòita, he is sama-darçina. So paëòitäù means

"A very learned brähmaëa and a dog and an elephant, a cow, a caëòäla—all of them, to a paëòita, really learned person, sama-darçinaù." You see? So now how a learned scholar brähmaëa and a dog can be seen on equal level? But it can be seen. Paëòitäù sama-darçinaù [Bg. 5.18]. It is on the spiritual platform, that every one of us is spirit soul. We are, by different karma, we are covered with different material dress. A dog is also a soul, and a learned brähmaëa is also a soul. But he is covered with different body, and he is covered with different body. So one who does not see the body, he can see on the same level. But one who sees the body, he cannot see. This is the basic principle of equality. I am seeing you are Sikh, you are seeing I am Hindu, he is seeing he is Christian, he is Mohammedan, and so on, so on. And nobody is seeing that nobody is brähmaëa. Nobody is seeing nobody is Hindu, nobody is Christian—he is pure soul. So that vision, unless one attains, how there can be equality? There is no possibility.

Yogi Bhajan: Yeah, that's agreed. But...

Prabhupäda: So that requires education. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä na çocati na kä... samaù sarveñu bhüteñu [Bg. 18.54]. When one is Brahman realized, then he can see equally. But that requires education, how to become brahma-bhütaù. But everyone is çaréra-bhütaù. Everyone is thinking, "I am this body." So how it can be possible? So we may attempt, but it is not possible.

Yogi Bhajan: There are a lot of misunderstanding and misconceptions given against each other.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Misconception... Just like you have got a body; I have got a body. If I say, "No, I don't like you "... If I say, "I don't like you"... Naturally, when we see superficially, then this tendency will go on. When you see inside, introspectively, then there will be equality. That requires education. So...

Yogi Bhajan: All right, come and educate.

Prabhupäda: (Chuckling) But that education is there, the beginning, in the Bhagavad-gétä.

Yogi Bhajan: No, you are shy.

Prabhupäda: Bhagavad-gétä and the education is there, that, immediately Kåñëa says, dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanaà jarä, tathä dehäntara-präptiù [Bg. 2.13]. Asmin dehe, there is the soul. This is the beginning of education. But there are many learned scholars; they do not believe in the soul. That is the difficulty. They do not believe. A big, big professor.... I have been in Moscow. Professor Kotovsky, he said, "No, there is no soul. After this finishing of the body, everything is finished."

Yogi Bhajan: But they don't have experience.

Prabhupäda: Therefore... So if you assemble some not experienced men, then how there will be unity?

Yogi Bhajan: No, granted. What we are trying to do is we are giving out a call to all learned, the unlearned... But basic fact is: there is a desire somewhere in the ether that everybody wants to feel each other. And they have not done anything good by negating each other or talking negatively. They have not gained anything. They have realized it now. Otherwise...

Prabhupäda: Now, what will be the basic principle of unity? That is the point.

Yogi Bhajan: The point of basic unity is respect for each other.

Prabhupäda: But that is going on. Suppose you have come here. I welcome you. If I go to your place, you welcome me. That respect is going on.

Yogi Bhajan: Yeah, that's right. That is between two individuals.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, whenever we come in a big assembly, we respect each one, gentlemen. There is no harm.

Yogi Bhajan: No, no, but people do not understand why we are like this, why they wear like this. They don't get a chance to explain. At Interreligious Council, I am a member. They never knew. They think we are the most weird people from the Mars perhaps. They don't understand a bit. And now our legal services are helping them, and all sorts of things have happened, and they are trying to understand. And when the last president left the office, he said, in his words of departure, he said, "I am only limited by the Christ. I never understood anything else. But I do feel from that limit that God is unlimited and it is in everybody." Asking a fanatic Christian to make that statement to the general assembly, it took us about two years.

Prabhupäda: Hm. You find so many fanatics. How you will unite them?

Yogi Bhajan: Gradually, one by one, one by one, they will understand. Love is the winning point. That's why they don't understand. When they find love from you, they will find love from me, they will love from people, they will love from everybody else. You know, you can take a mango stick and beat somebody, but you can take mango off it and eat. Effort has to be made somehow. And now...

Prabhupäda: Effort is being made, but the platform, the world where you are staying, that effort is very difficult to fulfill.

Yogi Bhajan: That is agreed. That's typical, difficulty is agreed. I go to India; I find the difficulty. I am here; I find the difficulty. But there are genuine people in the spiritual work...

Prabhupäda: But one thing is, just like you said some Christian priests?

Yogi Bhajan: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That "I realize that one, God is one." So if God is one and every one of us after God, then why there is disagreement?

Yogi Bhajan: Well, those... Everybody has limited egos, so we understand that.

Prabhupäda: No, we should... The conference should be made that if there is God and God is one, then who is that God? What is His characteristic? That should be discussed.

Yogi Bhajan: Well, that is what we want to understand basically. That's what we are talking about, one thing. Your realization about God is a very universal realization. Somebody on this human level is very limited. After all, the limited and the unlimited have to be brought together.

Prabhupäda: No. Limited cannot understand God. Limited is limited.

Yogi Bhajan: Um hm.

Prabhupäda: Mahätmä means unlimited.

Yogi Bhajan: Um hm.

Prabhupäda: Mahä. Mahä means very great. So unless one has very big understanding, he cannot understand God. God is unlimited. So you have (to) come to that platform to understand. Those who are limited, they cannot understand God. That is not possible. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye, yatatäm api siddhänäm [Bg. 7.3]. Siddha. Siddha means one who has become unlimited, Brahman, ahaà brahmäsmi, Brahman realization. So Kåñëa says, manuñyäëäà sahasreñu: "Out of many millions of person," kaçcid yatati siddhaye, "somebody is trying to become unlimited." And yatatäm api siddhänäà: [Bg. 7.3] "Those who have become unlimited, out of millions of them, one can understand Me, Kåñëa." So Kåñëa understanding, God understanding.... When I say Kåñëa, God. God understanding is for the perfect unlimited, not for common man. Common man should accept the äcäryas. They must follow. Äcäryopäsanam. Just like in India the Sikhs, they follow Guru Nanak. So Guru Nanak says, "Yes, Kåñëa, incarnation of God." So they should accept, that's all. Not that every Sikh is expected to be unlimited as Guru Nanak. That is not expected. But they should follow Guru Nanak. Then they will understand. Guru Nanak says, "Kåñëa is incarnation of God." The all the Sikhs should accept, "Yes, Kåñëa is..." Then it is all right. It is not expected that every Sikh will understand Kåñëa. Mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù [Cc. Madhya 17.186]. The mahäjana, the äcärya, what path they have shown, that will show. All the äcäryas, they have accepted Kåñëa. And Arjuna, who directly listened Bhagavad-gétä from Kåñëa, he accepted, paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramaà bhavän [Bg. 10.12]. So in this we have to follow. Otherwise it is not possible. What they will understand? They must follow the äcärya. If Guru Nanak says "I accept Lord Kåñëa as God,".... God's incarnation and God—there is no difference. Then why the Sikhs should not accept Kåñëa as God?

Yogi Bhajan: That doesn't solve the problem of the world.

Prabhupäda: No, first of all, if we know, "Here is God," then it will solve the problem. But if we do not accept... If I... I can hear from you, provided I know that you are some big man. Otherwise how shall I agree to hear from you? The obedience must be there. A student, a small child, hears the teacher because he knows that "My teacher is very great."

Yogi Bhajan: No, we may try to become limited or unlimited. Question is very simple. There are four billion people on this earth and...

Prabhupäda: And therefore they are not expected to understand, four billion. They should follow the leader. It is not expected that...

Yogi Bhajan: That is what we are trying to do. We are going to get the leaders together.

Prabhupäda: That leaders... the leaders are already there. Now, suppose Guru Nanak says "Kåñëa is God," so will the Sikhs follow Guru Nanak or their own whims?

Yogi Bhajan: No, no, Sikh will follow the instructions...

Prabhupäda: Of Guru Nanak.

Yogi Bhajan: ...Guru Nanak.

Prabhupäda: The Guru Nanak says Kåñëa is God.

Yogi Bhajan: That's very true. Kåñëa is God.

Prabhupäda: Then why don't you follow Kåñëa's instruction?
Yogi Bhajan: We are not disobeying any instruction towards God.

Prabhupäda: No, Kåñëa, Kåñëa's... What Kåñëa says, that is written in the Bhagavad-gétä. Why don't you take it, Bhagavad-gétä, that instruction? What is wrong there? 

Every problem is solved there. Now, so far economic... 

Now the question is economic. 

So Kåñëa says, annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. So where is the objection? Produce food grain, and both animal and man will be happy. So who will disagree with this point? 

Follow this. Annäd bhavanti bhütäni. Kåñëa says first. This is economic. 

Social—Kåñëa says, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. 

The human society should be divided into four classes according to quality and work. So four classes there are. First class, intelligent class; the second class, the administrators; the third class, the mercantile; and the fourth class, who are not within these three class. That is going on. Now make it systematic. The first-class man... Who is a first-class man? Then... Find out. Satya çamo damaù titikña ärjavaù, jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. Train first-class men. He must be truthful. He must be self-controlled, controlling the mind, controlling the senses. He must have full knowledge of the whole world, jïänaà vijïänam, practical application. So where is the question of that "I am Sikh," "I am Hindu," "I am Muslim..."

Yogi Bhajan: No, no, the question is very simple, what the people will ask you. The caste system, what did to India...

Prabhupäda: This is not caste system.

Yogi Bhajan: It turned into.

Prabhupäda: This is classification of the human being. This is not caste system. Just like we are making this American boy a brähmaëa. So this is a brähmaëa caste?

Yogi Bhajan: No, but that is only...

Prabhupäda: We have been training them to, how to acquire the brähmaëa qualification. It doesn't matter whether he is coming from Christian family or Mohammedan family, this... No. Just like if you train one how to become engineer, it doesn't matter from which family he comes. It doesn't matter. Any family, he can come. He can be trained how to speak truthfulness. Satyam. What is that? So...

Devotee: The verse is...

Prabhupäda: Satya çama damaù titikña. You don't find?

Devotee: I thought it was the verse about the qualities of a brähmaëa.

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes, what is that?

Devotee: "Peacefulness, self..."

Prabhupäda: No, no, what is the Sanskrit verse?

Devotee: The one I have is text forty-two of Chapter Eighteen, but I don't think that's the one you're quoting from.

Prabhupäda: What is the verse? You cannot read?

Devotee: Çamo damas tapaù...

Prabhupäda: Ah, çamo damaù, that's it. Read.

Devotee: Çamo damas tapaù çaucam kñäntir ärjavam eva ca, jïänam vijïänam ästikyaà... [Bg. 18.42].

Prabhupäda: Brahma-karma svabhäva... this is first-class man. Çamaù. Çamaù means controlling the sense or controlling the mind. And damaù, controlling the sense. Now, if either you may be Hindu, Muslim, Christian... Now, if I say, "Please come here. Learn this thing, how to control the mind, how to control the senses," so who will object to it? So if anyone is trained up, it doesn't matter from which sect, which family he is coming, if he has learned how to control the mind, how control the senses, then he becomes first-class man. So we have got everything already spoken by God. If we accept it, then there is unity. But we don't accept, we manufacture something. That is the difficulty.

Yogi Bhajan: Yeah, but let us agree to confer...

Prabhupäda: No, no. Your...

Yogi Bhajan: There will be difficulty.

Prabhupäda: Our difficulty is that we don't agree. If I say, "Come here. Be educated," and if you don't agree, "No, no. I don't want," then how you can be educated? One must agree what God says. They will say, "I believe. We believe." What is the "I believe, we believe"? If you want to become first-class man, then this is the formula: Control your mind, control your senses, be fully in knowledge. Practically apply knowledge in life. So this is first class. Then the second-class men, you see, what is that? Kñatriya.

Devotee:

"Heroism..."

Prabhupäda: Next class. First class, either you say first class or brähmaëa. The second class...

Yogi Bhajan: Kñatri.

Prabhupäda: Kñatriya, the administrator. They have got(?) çauryam. Then what is the word, çauryam?

Devotee: Heroism.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee: Çauryam...

Prabhupäda: Heroism. That is... Just like Mahäräja Parékñit. He was going on his tour, and he saw one black man was trying to kill a cow. Immediately he took his sword, "Who are you? You are trying to kill cow in my kingdom?" This is called heroism. Now, where is that hero? And they are becoming president. How he will command? He is not hero. Everyone has right to live. Why they are killing animals? This is heroism. As soon as he saw that a rascal is going to kill a cow, "Why you are doing this?" Immediately he took his sword. Heroism. Then?

Devotee: "Power, determination..."

Prabhupäda: Power. He must have power, influence. Why he should beg vote, "Give me vote, give me vote, give me vote," begging? Where is power? If he is begging vote, where is power? Formerly the kings... Just like they used to take sword. "If you don't accept me, then I shall kill you." This is power. Çauryaà tejam...

Devotee: Dhåtir, determination.

Prabhupäda: Determination, and yuddhe ca apaläyanam. Now when there is war, these politician will remain in their room safely. They will not go to the war. And why these people are voted for political post? Formerly the king would first of all stand. To the other side also, the king is there and this side also. The fight is going on. If the king is killed, then the victory is there. Yuddhe ca apaläyanam. The formula is there. So these classes of man should be on the administration, not anyone coward, nonsense, and by hook and crook they get some vote and take the political leader... How you will find peace? The fourth class is required. Just like in your body you have got brain, brain is required. Then hand. Whenever there is some attack, consciously, unconsciously, I forward my hand. So the division is already there. If you come to attack me with a knife, I don't push my head. I push my hand. So when there is attack, the brähmaëas are not expected to go forward; the kñatriyas. So this is training. Everything is perfectly there. People are not accepting. You don't require conference. You simply accept the standard knowledge. Then everything is there. I am speaking to you because you are leader of the society. So if we take Bhagavad-gétä seriously and train people from all over the world —not that Bhagavad-gétä is meant for the Hindu or for the Indians—for everyone, then there will be all right. Otherwise difficult...

Yogi Bhajan: No, I definitely agree that you must be successful in that mission now. And you have practically and honestly taught what you believed in. My idea...

Prabhupäda: No, no. "I honestly believe." Why don't you honestly believe?

Yogi Bhajan: I believe that you honestly believe...

Prabhupäda: But you also try.

Yogi Bhajan: That's what I am saying. This is the time...

Prabhupäda: Yes, you accept this Bhagavad-gétä as the standard knowledge and preach it.

Yogi Bhajan: I read it, I preach it, I understand it. That's in my concept.

Prabhupäda: That is wanted. That is wanted.

Yogi Bhajan: What I am trying to reach is that this concept which you honestly believe as individual must be shared.

Prabhupäda: No, no. I, again you take... Why "I honestly believe"? Why you honestly do not believe?

Yogi Bhajan: Well, every honest understanding will believe that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogi Bhajan: There is no individuality in that...

Prabhupäda: That is wanted.

Yogi Bhajan: But still there is individuality.

Prabhupäda: No individuality. Then suppose you are leader of a group. If you honestly believe, teach them. They will accept it.

Yogi Bhajan: So that is why we are having understanding, why we are to gather today at this point. Because we understand that one particle...

Prabhupäda: Yes. So if we accept, if we try to convince the people that "We haven't got to research how to unite the whole world. The things are already there in the Bhagavad-gétä. Accept it and follow it, everything will be done."

Yogi Bhajan: Come for a message then.

Prabhupäda: Message is already there. I am giving you the message.

Yogi Bhajan: Well, they are coming about lot of people, and they would like to understand and..., what this Kåñëa movement...

Prabhupäda: No. Yad yad äcarati çreñöhaù [Bg. 3.21]. If you carry this message... It is not my message; it is the message of Kåñëa. I have not manufactured this message. I am imperfect. But I am presenting the perfect message. That is my business. I don't say I am perfect. I am simply carrier, peon. When a peon delivers a money order, thousand dollars, it is not his money. He simply carries. So my business is to carry Kåñëa's message. That's all.

Yogi Bhajan: It is very kind of you. But if you carry this message to New Mexico, to all those guys, (laughing) it will be a great joy.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogi Bhajan: I am also carrying the message of those limited ones who want to share the unlimited ones. And that's what the whole attempt was, to provide a platform where limited, unlimited...

Prabhupäda: No.... First of all, just like you are leader, similarly, all the leaders must accept.

Yogi Bhajan: Yes, Swami Dhirendra...

Prabhupäda: Then the followers will accept.

Yogi Bhajan: Swami Dhirendra Brahmacary has flown all the way from India to just participate in that. Other people, Äcärya...

Prabhupäda: Who is, who is that? Swami Dhirendra...?

Bali-mardana: President?

Yogi Bhajan: Prime minister's guru.

Bali-mardana: What is his name?

Yogi Bhajan: Swami Dhirendra Brahmacary. He has flown...

Prabhupäda: But prime minister guru, does he believe in Bhagavad-gétä?

Yogi Bhajan: Oh, yeah. He knows it by heart, word to word. That's true.

Prabhupäda: So why he does not teach his disciple, followers?

Yogi Bhajan: He teaches, he teaches, he teaches. He's a very good man. And there are other äcäryas and Çaìkaräcärya Math and other people are coming. We have the list in Los Angeles, about sixty who have accepted to come. Then from the Judeo-Christian thoughtway(?) people are participating. And then...

Prabhupäda: No, they will come and they will go away, that's all.

Yogi Bhajan: No, understand...

Prabhupäda: There will be... There will be no understanding. I know that. There will be no understanding. You can write it down in your notebook. They will come, and they will say, and they will go away, that's all. I have dealt with all these men very nicely. You see?

Yogi Bhajan: I understand the pain, but still...

Prabhupäda: And still you may go on, taking this pain.

Yogi Bhajan: Effort, effort. There is nothing wrong to put that honest effort. Because lot things you can say which I cannot say.

Prabhupäda: No, I do not say anything.

Yogi Bhajan: You have seen this.

Prabhupäda: Whatever I have said, I am quoting from the Bhagavad-gétä. You have seen it. I don't say anything. I never say, "It is my opinion," "I think." No, I never say like that.

Yogi Bhajan: This style, they will look at it and like it. And there will be nobody else who can exactly present this style.

Prabhupäda: If you like to go me, I can go there. That's all right.

Yogi Bhajan: Yeah, yeah, it must... It is... My basic idea is you in Kåñëa consciousness can present a style which a Judeo, a rabbi, may not be in a position to do it.

Prabhupäda: That is certain. Nobody can present.

Yogi Bhajan: All right. Then that guy, that guy has the love for his conviction. Where mutual convictions can meet and still create a harmony... My honest opinion is that it is the time. World has become small. Kåñëa consciousness has spread. Message of Guru Nanak has spread. Message of Lord Räma has spread. Message of Jesus has spread. Message of Moses has spread. All right. Now the spread is going to interact. And in that, somebody with this style can come in and can represent right. You will be my personal guest and you will be in a position... We will do whatever personally we can do for that whole situation. But it will be a good idea to talk to all these people, to make them understand, and from when your mouth the person will understand why Hare Kåñëa person goes on the street and chant... They have got fundamental things to say. They do not know. They have different versions to hear, they have versions to talk.

Prabhupäda: No, it is... We are chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra. That, find out the... Satataà kértayanto mäm [Bg. 9.14].

Yogi Bhajan: Kali-yuga mem kértana pradhana. Now Çré Guru Grantha says, Guru Nanak writes himself, correct versions are many, but my idea is: it is good to hear from you.

Prabhupäda: That is also stated in the Bhagavad-gétä.

Yogi Bhajan: I know.

Prabhupäda:

satataà kértayanto mäà

yatantaç ca dåòha-vratäù

namasyantaç ca mäà bhaktyä

nitya-yuktä upäsate

 [Bg. 9.14]

This is upäsate. Satataà kértayanto mäm.

Yogi Bhajan: I would like you to meet that great Sanätana-dharma representative, who will be coming.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Yogi Bhajan: Sanätana-dharma Pratirini(?) is sending their representative. I forget his name. It is much better he hears from you among the, among the wise.

Prabhupäda: What is that verse?

Devotee:

"Always chanting My glories, endeavoring with great determination, bowing down before Me,..."

Prabhupäda: We are doing that, Hare Kåñëa. Kåñëa says, "Always chanting My glories." And we are doing that—"Hare Kåñëa." We are not introducing anything new. That is not our business.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 7.9.7          Mäyäpur, February 27, 1977

Pradyumna: (leads chanting, etc.) "Translation: Prahläda Mahäräja fixed his mind and sight upon Lord Nåsiàhadeva with full attention in complete trance. With a fixed mind, he began to offer prayers in love with a faltering voice."

Prabhupäda:

astauñéd dharim ekägra-

manasä susamähitaù

prema-gadgadayä väcä

tan-nyasta-hådayekñanaù

So this is the process. This process you cannot expect immediately, but if you practice general process, very easily done, as it is recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä, man-manä bhava mad-bhakto mad-yäjé mäà namaskuru... [Bg. 18.65]. You cannot get the position of Prahläda Mahäräja immediately. That is not possible. The process is, first of all, sädhana-bhakti. This Prahläda Mahäräja's position is different. He is mahä-bhägavata. In many places we have seen already. He is nitya-siddha. There are two kinds of devotees, three: nitya-siddha, sädhana-siddha, kåpa-siddha. These things are described in The Nectar of Devotion. Nitya-siddha means they are eternally associate of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. They are called nitya-siddha. And sädhana-siddha means one is fallen in this material world, but by practice of devotional service according to the rules and regulation, injunction of the çästra, direction of guru, in this way, one can reach also the same position as the nitya-siddha. This is sädhana-siddha. And there is another. That is Kåpa-siddha. Kåpa-siddha means... Just like Nityänanda Prabhu. He wanted that these Jagäi-Mädhäi must be delivered. There was no sädhana. They never followed any rules and regulation. They were thieves and rogues, very fallen condition. But Nityänanda Prabhu wanted to show an example that "I shall deliver these two brothers. Never mind they are so fallen." That is called kåpa-siddha. So we should always remember there are three categories: nitya-siddha, sädhana-siddha and kåpa-siddha. But when they become siddha, perfect, by any process, they are on the same level. There is no distinction.

So Prahläda Mahäräja's position is nitya-siddha. Gauräìgera saìgi gane nitya-siddha boli mäne. Caitanya Mahäprabhu, when He came... Not only He, but others also. Just like with Kåñëa so many devotees, they descended. Just like Arjuna. Arjuna is nitya-siddha, nitya-siddha friend. When Kåñëa said that "I spoke this philosophy of Bhagavad-gétä to the sun-god...," imaà vivasvate yogaà proktavän aham avyayam... [Bg. 4.1]. That is so many millions of years ago. To clear the matter, Arjuna inquired that "Kåñëa, You are of my age. How I can believe that You spoke this philosophy so many millions of years ago?" So what Kåñëa replied, you know, that "My dear Arjuna, both you and Me, we appeared many, many times. The difference is that you have forgotten. That means you were also present at that time because you are My nitya-siddha friend. Whenever I appear, you also appear. But you have forgotten; I have not forgotten." That is the difference between jéva and çiva, or Lord, that we are minute part and particle of the Supreme; therefore we may forget. But Kåñëa does not forget. That is the difference. So nitya-siddha. Prahläda Mahäräja is to be understood as nitya, mahä-bhägavata, nitya-siddha. They appear to complete the lélä of Kåñëa.

So we should not try to imitate Prahläda Mahäräja. That is not good. Mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù. I have already explained yesterday. Prahläda Mahäräja is one of the mahäjanas, authorized persons, authorized devotee. We should try to follow him. Mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù. So çrutayo vibhinnäù,

tarko 'pratiñöhaù çrutayo vibhinnä

näsau munir yasya matam na bhinnam

dharmasya tattvaà nihitaà guhäyäà

mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù

 [Cc. Madhya 17.186]

You cannot understand God by logic and arguments. It will never settle up. There are so many Mäyävädés, they are going on perpetually: "What is God?" Neti neti: "This is not, this is not, this is not. What is Brahman?" So by that process you'll never be able to understand what is God. Jïäne prayäse udapäsya namanta eva. Caitanya Mahäprabhu has accepted this formula. By knowledge, by your erudite scholarship, if you want to understand, you may be very high standard scholar, but that is not your qualification to understand God. That is not qualification. You have to give up your vanity that "I am rich, I am very learned, I am very beautiful, I am very...," so on, so on. They are janmaiçvarya çruta çré [SB 1.8.26]. These are not qualification. Kuntédevé has said, akincana gocaraù: "Kåñëa, You are akiïcana gocara." Akiïcana. Kiïcana means if somebody thinks that "I possess this; therefore I can purchase Kåñëa," oh, no, that is not. That is not possible. You have to become blank, akiïcana-gocaraù.

So Prahläda Mahäräja... There was some disagreement with the father, but he was not ordinary person. His father might... He's a very, very big man. He conquered the whole universe. So he was not a poor man's son. He was very rich man's son, Prahläda Mahäräja. And he was educated by his father sufficiently. Of course, within five years... So janmaiçvarya-çruta-çré. Everything was there, but Prahläda Mahäräja was not depending on his material circumstances. He was depending on his profound, ecstatic transcendental bliss of devotional service. That is wanted. So that stage immediately we cannot reach. He is nitya-siddha. As I was going to explain, that whenever Kåñëa descends, His nitya-siddha  devotees, associates, they also come. So gauräìgera saìgi-gaëe, nitya-siddha boli mäne, tara haya vrajabhümi väsa. Like that. Narottama däsa Öhäkura... Just like çré kåñëa caitanya prabhu nityänanda çré advaita gadädhara çrévasadi gaura... So these associates of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, they are nitya-siddha. You cannot avoid any one of them and make your imagination, that "I shall simply worship..." [break] Kåñëa has appeared—Panca-tattva. Kåñëa is éça, and Nityänanda Prabhu, He is prakäça, the first expansion of God. God has many expansion. Advaita acyuta anädi ananta-rüpam ädyaà puräëa-puruñam. He has got thousands and thousands exp... So first expansion is Baladeva-tattva, Nityänanda; and His incarnation, Advaita; and His spiritual potency, Gadädhara; and His marginal potency, Çréväsa. So Caitanya Mahäprabhu has appeared with païca..., païca-tattvätmakam. You cannot neglect anything. If you think that "I shall simply worship...," oh, that is a great offense, "...Caitanya Mahäprabhu or only Caitanya-Nityänanda" No. You must worship Païca-tattva, païca-tattvätmakaà kåñëam, in full. Similarly, the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, sixteen names, Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare/ (devotees chant) Hare Räma, Hare Räma, Räma Räma, Hare Hare. So you cannot mix up. You must do according to çästra. Mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù [Cc. Madhya 17.186]. If you deviate from the çästra,  then you will never be successful.

yaù çästra vidhim utsåjya

vartate käma-kärataù

na siddhim aväpnoti

na sukhaà na paräà gatim

 [Bg. 16.23]

So if you want to approach the same level like Prahläda Mahäräja, we should not immediately imitate him. We must follow the sädhana-bhakti, sädhana-bhakti, for general, and kåpa-siddha, that is special. That is incalculable. If Kåñëa wants, He can make immediately somebody very important. That is kåpa-siddha. So there are three classes of devotees: nitya-siddha and sädhana-siddha and kåpa-siddha. Prahläda Mahäräja is nitya-siddha. He is not ordinary sädhana-siddha or of course, ultimately there is no difference, either sädhana-siddha or kåpa-siddha or nitya-siddha. But we should always remember that Prahläda Mahäräja is not ordinary devotee. He is nitya-siddha. Therefore immediately he developed the transcendental symptoms, añöa-siddhi. Añöa-siddhi, you have read in The Nectar of Devotion. So the ecstasies Ekägra-manasä. Ekägra-manasä, "with full attention." For us to bring that full attention may take hundreds and thousands of years, full attention. But Prahläda Mahäräja, immediately. Immediately. Five-years-old boy. Because he is nitya-siddha. Always we should remember that we cannot imitate. "Now, Prahläda Mahäräja has immediately ekägra-manasä, and I shall become also." No. That is not possible. May be possible, but that is not the way.

Just like in our country, perhaps you know, there was a poet, Rabindranath Tagore. He got many distinction from the Oxford University. He got... He never went to school but he got the title "doctor," "Doctor Rabindranath Tagore." And if you think that "I shall also get doctorate without going to school," that is foolishness. That is special. Similarly, don't try to imitate. Follow the general course, sädhana-siddhi. The regulative principles you must follow as instructed in the çästra. Therefore there are so many çästras. And guru is guide. We must always... Even if you are nitya-siddha or kåpa-siddha, you should not neglect the general regulative principle. That is very dangerous. Don't try to do that. We must follow. Nitya. Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu. Caitanya Mahäprabhu is Kåñëa Himself, God, but He is accepting guru. Who is His guru? He is guru of everyone, but He has also accepted Éçvara Puré as His guru. Kåñëa Himself, He accepted His guru, Sändépani Muni, teaching us that without guru you cannot make any advance. Ädau gurväçrayam. The first business is to accept guru. Tad-vijïänärthaà sa gurum eväbhigacchet [MU 1.2.12]. Don't think that "I am so advanced. I may not require any guru. I can do without guru." That is nonsense. That, not possible. "Must." Tad vijïänärtham. Tad-vijïänärtham is spiritual science. "Must approach." Gurum eväbhigacchet samit-paniù çrotriyaà brahma-niñöham. Tasmäd-guruà prapadyeta jijïäsuù çreya uttamam [SB 11.3.21]. If you are actually serious to understand the transcendental science, spiritual knowledge, oh, you must have guru. Tasmäd guruà prapadyeta jijïäsuù çreya uttamam. And... Just like Caitanya Mahäprabhu says, ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära' ei deça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. Guru cannot be self-made. No. There is no such single instance throughout the whole Vedic literature. And nowadays, so many rascals, they are becoming guru without any authority. That is not guru. You must be authorized. Evaà paramparä-präptam imaà rä... [Bg. 4.2]. As soon as the paramparä is lost, sa kälena yoga nañöo parantapa, immediately finished. The spiritual potency finished. You can dress like a guru, you can talk big, big words, but it will never be effective.

So these are the science. So Prahläda Mahäräja is our guru. He's not ordinary. Don't think that "He's a five-years-old boy. He has no knowledge." No. He is perfect nitya-siddha guru, and we should always pray for his mercy. And that is Vaiñëavata. Vaiñëava öhäkur tomära kukkura boliyä jänaha more. This is a humble way. "O Vaiñëava Öhäkura..." All Vaiñëavas are öhäkura. They are not ordinary persons. Öhäkura... We therefore address: Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkur. So Vaiñëava Prahläda Öhäkura. So we should always pray, vaiñëava öhäkura, tomära kukkura boliya jänaha more. This is There is a song of Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura: "My dear Vaiñëava Öhäkura, kindly accept me as your dog." Vaiñëava Öhäkura. As the dog, by the indication of the master, does everything very obedient, we have to learn this lesson from the dog, how to become faithful to the master. That is the instruction. In everything you can learn something. Everyone Therefore mahä-bhägavata, they accept everyone as guru, to learn something. Actually, from the dog we can learn this art, how to become faithful at the risk of life even. There are many instances, dog have given the life for the master. So, and we should be dog to the Vaiñëava. Chäòiyä vaiñëava-sevä, nistära päyeche kebä.

Vaiñëava aparädha is a great offense. You know Ambaréña Mahäräja. He was a devotee, and he Durväsä, he was very proud of his yogic power, and he committed offense at the feet of Ambaréña Mahäräja, and he was punished by Kåñëa by sending the sudarçana-cakra. And he wanted help from so many, Brahmä, Viñëu. He could go directly to the Viñëuloka, but he was not pardoned. He had to come to Vaiñëava, Ambaréña Mahäräja, fall down at his lotus feet. And he, of course, Vaiñëava, immediately excused him. So Vaiñëava aparädha is great offense, häté-mätä. So we should be very careful about Vaiñëava aparädha. We should not Arcye viñëu çilä-dhér guruñu nara-matir vaiñëava-jäti-buddhiù. The vaiñëava-jäti-buddhiù is also another offense, great offense. Similarly, to think of guru as ordinary human being, that is also offense. To think of Deity as made of metal, stone, that is These are offenses. Sa näraké. So we should be very careful about the regulative principles and follow the footprints of Vaiñëava. Mahäjano yena sa gataù. Don't think that Prahläda Mahäräja is ordinary boy. We should learn from Prahläda Mahäräja how to advance in devotional service.

Today I shall recite before you the prayers offered by Prahläda Mahäräja to Nåsiàhadeva. This Prahläda Mahäräja was tortured by his father on account of his becoming a Kåñëa conscious boy. The only fault was that... (aside:) What is that? The door may be open. The Prahläda Mahäräja was a boy, five years old, youngest son of his father. Very affectionate son. But one day the father took the little boy on his lap and asked the boy, "My dear child, what you have learned the best from your teachers? Will you kindly explain?"

Prahläda Mahäräja answered,

tat sädhu manye 'sura-varya dehinäà

sadä samudvigna-dhiyämasad-grahät

hitvätma-ghätaà gåham andha-küpaà

vanaà gato yad-dharim äçrayeta

 [SB 7.5.5]

The father asked the best thing the boy learned from his teachers, and the boy, five-years-old boy, replied, "My dear best of the demons." He never addressed his father, "My dear father," because his father was atheist number one, godless, and he was a great devotee of God. So when the father inquired, he straightly replied. He knew that his father was very powerful demon, but he was not afraid, although he was five-years-old boy. He plainly replied, "My dear the best of the demons,' sura-varya, asura varya. Asura means demons, and varya means the best, first-class demon. So "I think," tat sädhu manye-sädhu means honest, very good, very nice—"that is very nice." What is that? Dehinäà: "For the entities who have accepted this material body..." He is speaking universally. Not for himself or for his father, but he was speaking generally for everybody. Everybody. Anyone. Dehinäà. Dehi means this body. We are different from this body. We have several times discussed this point. So in Sanskrit word there are two implications in the understanding of our existence. One is deha. Deha means this body. And dehi means the proprietor of this body. I am the proprietor of my body, you are the proprietor of your body. So Prahläda Mahäräja says, "For all the proprietors of the body"—that means for everyone who has accepted this material body, all living entities—"that is the best thing." What is that? Sadä samudvigna-dhiyà. And anyone who has accepted this material body, his symptom is that he is full of anxieties. This is the disease. To get this body, material body, means to remain always full of anxieties. Either you become the first-class, I mean to say, executive head, President Johnson, or an ordinary man in the Bowery Street—everyone is full of anxiety. Not only human society but also bird society, beast society—everyone. Anyone who has got this material body, he's full of anxiety. But we want to get free from anxieties. That is our aspiration.

So Prahläda Mahäräja suggests the remedy, how to become free from anxieties. He says hitvätma-ghätaà gåham andha-küpaà. Ätma ghäöam. Ätma means the soul, and ghäöam means killing. Hitvätmä-ghäöam gåham andha-küpaà. Andha-küpa means blind well. Blind well... I do not know whether you have got experience. In India there are several old wells on the paddy fields and they are covered with grass. Nobody can understand that there is a well underneath this, underneath this grass. And if by mistake one comes there, he falls down, say hundred feet down. And it is covered with grass. Even if he cries, "Please save me, save me," who is going to save him? Sometimes cow and animals and men fall down in that way. If he's fortunate enough, somebody comes and rescues. Otherwise, generally, there is no rescue. Who is going to know that there is a man or there is an animal? So hitvätmä-ghäöam andha-küpaà. This material world is just like that blind well. If somebody falls down in it, it is very difficult to get out of it. Therefore it is ätmä-ghäöam. Ätma-ghäöam means killing the soul. How we are killing the soul? We forget that "I am spirit soul." Therefore almost every one of us is forgetful that "I am spirit soul. I am identifying with this body." And Prahläda Mahäräja says, because we have identified with this body, therefore we are always anxious, full of anxieties. And that is the fact.

Therefore the whole process of knowledge is... I think some of my student, she is present here. She asked me, "What is knowledge?" The knowledge is that "I am not this body." This is knowledge. Knowledge does not mean that how you can manufacture nuclear weapon. That is not knowledge. That is illusion. Real knowledge is to know the simple fact that "I am not this body." That's all. But that knowledge is very rare. And to acquire that knowledge, there are so many systems. That system is called self-realization. There is yoga system, there is jïäna system, jïäna-yoga, dhyäna-yoga, karma-yoga. There are so many yoga systems simply to come to the platform of this knowledge that "I am not this body." And as soon as one comes to this platform that "I am not this body," then what happens to him? Brahma-bhütaù, self-realization. And what is that self-realization? What is the symptom? How I can understand that one is self-realized? Prasannätmä. He's jolly. (laughter) The... So long we do not come to that platform of knowledge, we are full of anxieties. And as soon as we come to the platform of knowledge that "I am not this body," the immediate symptom is joyfulness, prasannätmä.

How that prasannätmä is manifested? Everything is there. Na çocati na käìkñati. Çocati means lamentation, and käìkñati means hankering. These two things will disappear. Çocati, if we lose something, then we lament, "Oh, I have lost so much money. I have lost my son. I have lost my service," and so many things. And käìkñati, käìkñati means, "I haven't got this; I want this; I haven't got this." These two kinds of diseases makes us always full of anxieties. Why you are anxious? For these two things, Çocati and käìkñati. Lamentation for the loss and hankering after which we do not possess. Prahläda Mahäräja says that if somebody wants to get free from this anxiety... And this anxiety is due to asad-grahät. Asad-grahät means for accepting this temporary body. Asat. Asat means temporary, that will not exist. So Prahläda Mahäräja suggests the remedy that if anyone wants to get free from anxieties... Because the anxiety is sure and certain for everyone who has got this material body. But if he wants to get free from it, then hitvätma-ghäöam gåham andha-küpaà, the so-called atmosphere of material happiness, he should give up, and vanaà gato yad dharim äçrayeta [SB 7.5.5], and go to the forest and accept the lotus feet of Hari, or the Supreme Personality of Godhead. The same instruction is everywhere. In the Bhagavad-gétä also the same instruction is there: sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66]. The one word is that unless and until we take shelter of the lotus feet of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, there is no, I mean to say, possibility of our getting free from the anxiety of material existence.

So when Prahläda Mahäräja explained this verse to his father, atheistic father, he was so angry that he threw him from his lap. "You nonsense, what you are speaking?" Yes. Actually, this is the position. Materialistic persons are so much engrossed in their own thought that if somebody goes there and speaks of Kåñëa consciousness as the solution for all problems, he immediately throws it out. Just like Prahläda Mahäräja's father did it. So from that day, there was misunderstanding between the father and the son. Ultimately the father tortured him in so many ways, and at last, the Supreme Personality of Godhead appeared in a Nåsiàhadeva form. Nåsiàhadeva means He appeared just like a lion-half lion and half man. Very big form. The demon was also very stout and strong. So he wanted to be immortal. His purpose was to become immortal and enjoy this material world perpetually, but that was not fulfilled. So when that demon Hiraëyakaçipu was killed, the Lord was very much in angry mood, and all the demigods present there, they could not pacify the Lord. He was groaning in anger. So they selected Prahläda Mahäräja, that "My dear boy, it is for you the Lord has appeared, so you kindly try to pacify the Lord. You can do it." So Prahläda Mahäräja is praying to pacify the Lord.

The first verse is that,

brahmädayaù sura-gaëä munayo 'tha siddhäù

sattvaikatäna-gatayo vacasäà pravähaiù

närädhituà puru guëair adhunäpi pipruù

kià toñöum arhati sa me harir ugra-jäteù

He is humbly presenting himself. This is the qualification of pure devotee. Although Prahläda Mahäräja stands there, the first-class devotee... Because all other demigods, they are also devotees, they could not pacify the Lord, and they pushed Prahläda Mahäräja, that "My dear boy, you do it." So in that meeting he was the first-class devotee, but he presents himself that "I am ugra-jäteù. I am born of demoniac father." So when brahmädayaù, demigods like Brahmä, sura-ganaù, and other demigods, munayaù, great sages, and siddhaù... Siddhaù means those who have got many material perfections. There is a planet which is called Siddhaloka. In Siddhaloka the inhabitants of Siddhaloka, they can fly in the air without any machine. Just like in this planet we can fly in the space with the help of some machine, but in the Siddhaloka they can fly in this body. They have got eight kinds of siddhas, perfection, material perfection. So out of that, this perfection is called laghimä. They can become so light that they can fly in the air. They are called Siddhas. Those Siddhas were also present. So Prahläda Mahäräja said that "Here in this meeting the demigods are there, headed by Lord Brahmä, and great sages are there, and the Siddhas are there, and they tried to pacify the Lord by prayers with very fine language." Sattvaika: very selected words. Just like anyone offers prayer to the Lord, they are all selected words. Therefore Lord's name is, another name is Uttama-loka. Uttama. Uttama-çloka means choicest words, "one who is worshiped by the choicest words." So they presented the choicest words, very learned scholars. I mean to say, grammatical, metaphorical, everything very nice. Sattvaikatäna-gatayo vacasäà pravähaiù. And they presented their prayers just like flow of the water. They were very learned. So there was no impediment. They could say fluently, pravähaiù.

Närädhituà puru-guëair adhunäpi pipruù. Prahläda Mahäräja says that "These demigods and sages, they could not satisfy. Still, now..." Kià toñöum arhati sa me harir ugra-jäteù. "How it is possible that the Lord will be satisfied by my prayers?" This is the humbleness. A devotee should always consider himself that he has no value. "How I can satisfy Kåñëa or the Supreme Lord? I have no possession." That is the devotee's position. A devotee should never think that "I am well equipped. I have got very nice education. I have got great riches. I am wealthy. I am beautiful. I am wise. Therefore as soon as I pray, 'Kåñëa, please come here,' He will come and dance." No. that is not the attitude of devotee. Devotee always thinks very humble, meek. This is the presentation of Prahläda Mahäräja, that "I am born of a father..." Because they belonged to the atheistic family, demonic family, ugra-jäteù. Ugra-jäteù means they are not very sober; always passionate. Ugra-jäteù, always passionate. Passionate means always hankering after sense gratification. So Prahläda Mahäräja says that "I am born of a father so greatly passionate. How I can satisfy the Lord, where great personalities and sages and demigods have failed?" He is presenting himself so humbly. But he's intelligent. Without becoming intelligent, nobody can worship God. In the Caitanya-caritämåta it is said, kåñëa yei bhaje sei baòa catura. Catur means very intelligent. Unless one is first-class intelligent, he cannot worship God. It is not possible. Foolish person cannot worship God.

It is said in the Bhagavad-gétä,

na mäm duñkåtino müòhäù

prapadyante narädhamäù

mäyayäpahåta-jïänä

äsuraà bhävam äçritäù

 [Bg. 7.15]

Kåñëa says, the Lord says, that "Those who are miscreants, always trying to do harm to the society, to the country, to the people, to the other animals, other living creatures..." They are called duñkåtina, miscreants. Miscreants. Na mäm duñkåtino müòhäù. And fools. So miscreants, fools, and narädhamäù. Narädhama means the lowest of the mankind. Narädhamäù. And mäyayäpahåta-jïänäù: and one whose knowledge is taken away by the illusory energy. Who are they? So-called educated. The so-called educated persons, they are very much proud of their university degree, but if you ask some of them, "What you are? Wherefrom you have come to this world, and where you are going next?" Oh, they will say, "What is this nonsense? I am... I do not know wherefrom I have come, where I am going. I have no concern with that. I am concerned with the present life. That's all." But actually, we are not this present life. It is only a spot in our journey. (end)

Devotee (1): Would the spirit soul that is within, say, a cow's body, is in a different shape?

Prabhupäda: Yes. It has got also legs. But the shape has taken according to his desire. Every animal has got these four things. Just like bird, it has got two wings, two legs. The animal has got four legs. And the man has got two hands, two legs. So the same parts of the body, they are appearing in a different type. But the four limbs of the body are there. Hm?

Devotee (2): Is the original body of the spirit soul a human form?

Madhudviña: The question is that whether the eternal form of the spirit soul is a human form or is it...

Prabhupäda: Yes, human form. God is also human form. "Man is made after the shape of God." I think there is in the Bible. Is it not? So God is also like human form. Here you see Kåñëa, two hands, two legs.

Hari-çauri: How do we understand, then, that there are peacocks and flowers and trees in the spiritual world? Are these not eternal forms?

Prabhupäda: Yes. They are more covered. Just like if you cover your body with blanket, the hands and legs are invisible. But you are not the blanket. So the trees and plants, they are more covered. They are not in full manifestation. The human form is the full manifestation of the soul.

Hari-çauri: They are covered in the spiritual world?

Madhudviña: He is asking if they were actually covered in the spiritual world as well.

Prabhupäda: Not in the spiritual world. There that is voluntary. Some devotee wants to serve Kåñëa as flower; they become flower there. If I want that "As a flower I shall lie down at the lotus feet of Kåñëa," he becomes flower, voluntarily. And he can change his..., from flower to human body. That is spiritual life. There is no restriction. If some devotee wants to serve Kåñëa as cow, he serves Kåñëa as cow, as calf, as flower, as plant, as water, as ground, field, or as father, as mother, as friend, as beloved, anything. Ye yathä mäm prapadyante täàs tathaiva bhajämy aham [Bg. 4.11]. That is Kåñëa's all-powerfulness, spiritual life.

Guest: What is the first stage of transformation like in the consciousness after one discovers chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra?

Prabhupäda: You understand what you are. By chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra when you are purified, then you can understand that you are not this body; you are soul. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù, hådy antaù-stho abhadräëi [SB 1.2.17]. Abhadräëi means inauspicious things. That is the modes of ignorance and passion. So in the material world some of us, most of us, we are covered by these modes of passion and ignorance. That is abhadra. That is most inauspicious. We cannot understand. 
But gradually we have to come to the modes of goodness, sattva-guëa. 
So rajo-guëa, tamo-guëa is covering us. So by çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù... If you hear about Kåñëa, then these dirty things, rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa, will be cleansed. 
And even it is not completely cleansed, 
nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu [SB 1.2.18], even almost clean, 
then you come to the platform of sattva-guëa. 
And as soon as you come to the platform of sattva-guëa, the resultant action of tamo-guëa and rajo-guëa, namely käma-lobhädayaç ca ye. Tato rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobhädayaç ca ye [SB 1.2.19]. 
So long you are covered by the passion and ignorance... 
The ignorance means you do not know anything. Just like animals. 
And passion means although human being, they are after sense gratification. 
That is called passion. 
So both these qualities will keep you in darkness. 
By the resultant action of these modes, you will be simply greedy and lusty. 
So if you come to the platform of sattva-guëa, 
then you become free from this greediness and lustiness. 
Then your life becomes settled. 
Then gradually you will understand what is God, what is your relationship. 
Tato rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobhädayaç ca ye [SB 1.2.19]. Nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu nityaà bhägavata-sevayä [SB 1.2.18]. 
You can do that simply by cultivating this Bhägavata life. 
That is required. 
What is that?

Devotee (3): Is Kåñëa always seeking to engage us in His devotional service, and is He upset in some way if we reject His offer?

Madhudviña: Is Kåñëa always anxious for us to engage in His devotional service, and does He become upset if we reject His offering?

Prabhupäda: Yes, because you are foolish. Kåñëa, God, is coming to you to take you back to home, back to Godhead. If you reject, that is your foolishness. Müòha. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhaù prapadyante narädhamäù [Bg. 7.15]. One who does not surrender to Kåñëa, or God—when we speak of Kåñëa, it is God—then what class of man he is? That is described in the Bhagavad-gétä. Duñkåtinaù, müòhaù, narädhamäù, mäyayäpahåta-jïänäù, äsuri bhävam äçr... Immediately you come to these categories. What is that? Duñkåtinaù, most sinful. Unless you are most sinful, you cannot reject Kåñëa's offer. Or unless you are rascal number one, you cannot reject Kåñëa's offer. Duñkåtino müòhaù. So as soon as you reject Kåñëa's offer, that means you are most sinful, you are rascal number one, you are lowest of the mankind, and your knowledge has been taken by mäyä. That's all. Thank you very much. (end)

So we have discussed the last two days what is the aim of life. 
So this whole Kåñëa consciousness movement is diverting the aim of life. 
There are two ways. 
Our present position, the aim of life is sense gratification. 
Yan maithunädi-gåhamedhi-sukhaà hi tuccham [SB 7.9.45]. Material life means sense gratification, as much as possible. And the central point of sense gratification is sex life. Yan maithunädi. Maithuna means sexual intercourse. This is the machine to keep the living entity bound up under the condition of material nature. We are conditioned by the material nature. We are thinking we are free. We are not free. That is not the fact. Therefore Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä that "You are thinking that you are free, whatever you like, can do, enjoy sense gratification—but under condition. You are not free."

So there are different grades of sense gratification, but the point is sense gratification. The cats and dogs, the animals, they are also satisfying their senses, and the human being also engaged in the same business. The cats and dogs, they are eating to their taste; the human being is also eating to their taste. The standard may be different, but the taste is the same. Either you have sex intercourse with beautiful wife or husband or as sex intercourse between the she-dog and he-dog, the enjoyment is the same. Just like if you have got a palatable food, either you put it into a golden pot or if you put it into iron pot, the taste is the same. The taste is not different. One may think that "I am eating in golden pot; therefore I am advanced." But a learned man will say that "Whether you have changed the taste?" Either you drink something palatable in a golden pot or in iron pot or paper pot, the taste is the same. 
So this is called pravåtti-märga. 
Pravåtti-märga means advancing in sense gratification.

So there are different grades. 
From the animal life we come to human life, and if we like, we can go to the higher planetary system, Janaloka, Maharloka, Tapaloka. There are many planetary system above the sun. We have already discussed, above the sun... The moon planet is above the sun. The moon planet is not so near. So Kåñëa says that even if you go to the highest planetary system, Brahmaloka... That is many thousands years you can live and gratify your senses to higher standard than in this... Suppose you are drinking here in golden pot; there you will get in diamond pot. That will be the change, not that the taste will change. The taste, the same. The dog's pot and man's pot and demigod's pot, within the material world, 
the taste is the same, and ultimately, you have to die. 
That's all. That you cannot stop. 
Nobody wants to die. He wants to enjoy life perpetually. Now the scientists are trying to live more years. So what is the use of living more years? The çästra says, taravaù kià na jévanti [SB 2.3.18] . The trees they live for five thousand years or more than that. So do they not live long years? So sane man will think that "What is the use of living for five hundred or five thousand years, standing in one place?"

So this is not advancement. The advancement is that, as Kåñëa says, that to solve the problem of birth, death, old age, and disease. That is advancement. So Kåñëa says, therefore, that äbrahma-bhuvanäl lokän punar ävartino 'rjuna. Even if you go... Why to the moon planet? Even if you go to the topmost planet, which is called Brahmaloka... There you can live for many millions of years, but you have to die. As you have to die here, as the cats dies, dog dies... We human being, we also die. The demigods, they also die. The Brahmä will also die. Nobody can save himself from death. Death... Birth, death, old age, and disease. We have already discussed that we living beings, soul, we are eternal. We are eternal, we are simply changing the body, one body to another. In this way, material life means you can live for one minute or one hour or hundred years or millions of years. You get a particular type of body, and according to that body, you live. And therefore you have to die. Kåñëa says that äbrahma-bhuvanäl lokän punar ävartino 'rjuna. Even if you go to the topmost planet, you can live for long, long years, but you will have to die and again come to this earthly planet and again begin your life. This is going on. So how it is going on? 
Pravåtti-märga. "I want to enjoy sense gratification." This is the basic principle. 
So this Kåñëa consciousness movement means that back to home, back to Godhead, 
not to make proceed or progress towards birth, death, old age, and disease, 
but make progress towards no birth, no death, no old age, no disease. 
That is Kåñëa consciousness. 
That is called nivåtti-märga. Nivåtti-märga. Nivåtti means stop this type of progress.

So there are indication in the çästra that how to make progress towards the goal of nivåtti-märga. 
That is stated, mahat-seväà dväram ähur vimukteù [SB 5.5.2]. If you associate with devotees, mahat, mahätmä, great soul... Who is great soul? Great soul means who has understood God. He is great soul. He is called mahätmä. That is stated, mahätmänas tu mäà pärtha daivéà-prakåtim äçritäù bhajanty ananya-manaso [Bg. 9.13]. Mahätmä means he is not under the condition of this material nature. He is under the protection of the spiritual nature, he is mahätmä. You have to live under somebody. That is our position. You cannot say that "I am not living under somebody. I am independent." No. That is not possible. Nobody can say. Can anybody say that "I am independent"? No. Because our constitutional position is that, to serve. Either I serve my family or serve my community or serve my nation or serve my government—in this way go on increasing—but your position is to serve. You... Here you will find, therefore, that the so-called master is also servant. Just like President Nixon. He was elected the master, president, but actually he was the servant of the popular vote. As soon as he became unpopular, he was immediately dismissed. So the president of a big state is the position that he is a servant. How you are not a servant? That is our nature. So people are engaged in service generally. "Generally" not. That is the law. If one hasn't got to serve anybody, no family, no children, no wife, then he keeps a dog, to serve him. Is it not a fact? I have seen in the Western countries, old man who has no family, his whole day he is keeping a dog and seeing the television. That's all. (laughter) Because nature is to serve. That you cannot... Therefore pravåtti-märga means that we are trying to become false master, sense gratification.

Actually, we are the servant of the senses. We are not master. When you become master of the senses, then this title is given, gosvämé, svämé. Svämé means master. Master means master of your senses. Now we are being dictated by the senses, 'You do this," we do that. So our master is the senses, and the senses are six kinds of senses: Käma, kämädénä, lusty desires; lobha, greediness; and mohaù, illusion; käma, krodha, anger, mind... Mind is dictating something; I am serving: "Yes, sir, I will do it." This is our position. Käma, krodha, lobha, mohaù, mätsarya, in this way. So by good association, by saintly man's association... That is recommended: mahat-seväà dväram ähur vimukteù [SB 5.5.2]. Mahat-sevä. This human life is meant for rectification. We are serving somebody, and we are not happy. We have got very good example in our country, in many other countries. Just like our Mahätmä Gandhi, he served his country very well, but the result was that his countrymen killed him. This is the result of our service. Nobody will appreciate. We are serving our family. The wife is not satisfied; (s)he divorces the husband. The son is not satisfied; he goes out of home. So just analyze that we are serving to our best capacity, but nobody is satisfied. This is our position. Kämädénäà katidhä na katidhä pälitä durnideçä. Actually we are serving our senses. I love my wife because she satisfies my senses. I love my husband because he satisfies my senses. Actually, we are servant of our senses. As soon as the sense gratification is disturbed, then "No, no, I am not going to serve you." Or "I am not satisfied with your service. You go away. I go away." This is our position.

So senses are there. So one who is associating with the devotees... Devotees mean who is engaged in the service of the Lord. He is not engaged in the service of the senses. That is devotee. Devotion... The definition of devotion is given in the çästra,

sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà

tat-paratvena nirmalaà

håñékeëa håñékeña-

sevanaà bhaktir ucyate

 [Cc. Madhya 19.170]

Sarva upädhi-vinirmuktam. Upädhi means designation. I am spirit soul, but because I have accidentally..., or my result action, resultant action of my past karma, I am thinking, "I am Indian," somebody is thinking "I am American." So this is the designation of the soul. I am neither Indian, nor somebody is American, somebody is Australian. We are living soul, ahaà brahmäsmi. That is my position. 
But being designated in a different way, I have become a servant of that designation. 
So bhakti... Bhakti means nivåtti-märga, to become free from all these designations. 
That is called bhakti. The definition of mukti, or liberation, or becoming free from the designation, is given in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, muktir hitvänyathä rüpaà sva-rüpeëa vyavasthitiù: Mukti means when we give up the service in designation and we are situated in our original constitutional position. That is called mukti, liberation, or salvation, whatever you like. Muktir hitvänyathä rüpaà sva-rüpeëa. What is my own constitutional position? I am eternal servant of God, Kåñëa. This is my position. So when we give up all these designation service and engage myself in the real service of the real master, that is called mukti, liberation.

So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is trying to educate men that "After all, you are servant. You have to serve somebody. You are now serving your senses. Now just divert your service to Kåñëa, or God, and you will be happy. That's all." The service, constitutional position, will not change. That is my position. In Bengali there is a proverb, dheki svarge gelo dhana bhange.(?) The dheki, that's a wooden machine for husking grain. So I do not know whether it is used in your country. It is a big... It is peddled by the legs, and the grains are taken away the skin. So if this dheki, this machine, is sent to heavenly planet, what he will do? The same business: "Dag! Dag! Dag!" That's all. So either you go to the heavenly planet or you remain here or you remain in animal kingdom, your... Even the trees, they are standing—they are giving service. They are giving you fruits, they are giving you flowers, and if you want his service, by the wood, by the body, you cut; it will not protest. "All right, you take my body." So that is the way to understand that we must render service to somebody higher. So why not go to the Supreme, the great—"God is great"—and render service? This is Kåñëa consciousness. Then we'll be happy. You can go on giving service in this material world under so many designation, but you will never be happy, and the person to whom you are giving service, he will be not happy. This is material world. Try to understand.

Therefore one devotee, he says, kämädénäà katidhä kathidäù na pälitä durnideçäs teñäà mayi na karuëä jätä na trapä nopaçäntiù, sämprataà labdha-buddhis tväm äyätaù niyuìkñvätma-däsye. This is called good sense. The purport of this verse is, 
"My dear Lord, I have served my senses in the form of lusty desires and anger and so many things, käma, krodha, lobha, greediness, and..." 
My senses are, means, these things. "So I have served life-long, but neither they are satisfied, neither I am satisfied." Teñäm. "And they are not merciful. I have served them up to the age of eighty years, but still they want service from me. If I want to retire, they will not agree." If somebody says to his wife that "I have served so much in the family. Now let me go to the Kåñëa conscious temple. I serve there," the wife will disagree, "No. What service you have done? You have got duty, duty, this duty, that duty."

So it will never end, even if you give lifelong service. Just like I have given the example: 
Gandhi gave lifelong service according to his own. 
Hitler gave lifelong service. 
Napoleon gave lifelong service. 
But their ultimate end was very, very regrettable. 
Nobody realized his service. He was punished. 
This is material world. We have to understand very clearly, and we have to take lesson from this verse that we may go on serving our lusty desire, greediness, anger, and so on, so on, but we will never come to the end and become happy. When one comes to the point that "I have rendered service in so many ways. So neither I am happy nor the person to whom I have served, they are happy. Then what is the remedy?" That is discussed in the Vedänta-sütra philosophy. Athäto brahma jijïäsä: "Now inquire about your real master, Brahman, or the Supreme, the great, the Absolute Truth." That is required. So we should be prepared like that, that we have served our propensities, different propensities, lusty desire, greediness, anger, käma, krodha, lobha, mohaù... Mohaù means illusion. I am doing something wrong, and I am thinking it is all right. This is called illusion, mohaù. Mätsarya. Mätsarya means envious, to become envious. 
Every one of us, either individually or socially or community-wise or nationally,
we are all envious. 
The Russians, they are envious of the Americans, and the Americans, they are envious of the Russians. Similarly, everyone. That is the nature. So we are serving all these propensities. 
Now, this is called pravåtti-märga, progress towards sense gratification in different ways. 
And if we stop that and make progress to our real self-realization, real happiness,
 that is called nivåtti-märga.

So this morning I was talking with one gentleman. He is in charge of the social welfare. So when I proposed that "Our nivåtti-märga..., we recommend these processes: no illicit sex, no meat-eating, no intoxication, and no gambling, beginning," so he was not satisfied. 
He said that "Why you stop illicit sex? We get pleasure." 
So this is the understanding of the modern civilization. He is risking his life by all these processes, but if we request that "Stop this process. Come to Kåñëa consciousness," they will not agree. That is the difficulty. 
Therefore this line of action, nivåtti-märga, it is little difficult. 
But it is very easy. 
If one understands the philosophy, 
what is the meaning of pravåtti-märga and what is the meaning of nivåtti-märga,
 and if he is sane man, then he will accept, "Yes." 
Just like if you go to a physician and you are suffering from a disease, being... Say, just like nowadays there is prominent alcoholic treatment. People are too much addicted to alcohol, and there are so many departmental treatment, even for the priest also. I have seen one ad in a paper that in America there is a hospital where especially the priestly class drunkard, they are treated. (laughter) And five thousand patients are there. (laughter) So if the physician says, "No, no, you give up your drinking habit," then he will be angry. Then how he will be treated? That is the only medicine, that "You give up." It is not very difficult thing. Nobody learns drinking from the birth. Now, even one has learned drinking, now, all our students, you see practically. They are young men. They are not old men. Their senses are still strong. But they have given up. They have given up. They have given up illicit sex. They have given up intoxication. They do not take even tea, do not smoke cigarette. Neither they go to cinema, what to speak of going to other places. It is possible. 
But if we give up all these things, then our beginning to the nivåtti-märga, our progress towards back to home, back to Godhead, 
that is beginning.

So if we accept the process, it is not difficult. So our life should be trained up in this way, nivåtti-märga. Then we can make process for going back to home, back to Godhead. First of all we should understand that we are part and parcel of God. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, and actually it is fact. What is God? God means what we are doing, He is also doing, because we are part and parcel. Just like your son, your daughter. They are your part and parcel of your body. So what is the difference? They are also acting, you are also acting. Similarly, God, Kåñëa, is the supreme father. So so far the activities are concerned, the same. But the difference is that God is great; we are small. That is the difference. God can create the so many planets. Just like the sun globe, it is... There are other globes also. They are bigger than sun. Anyway, the sun is very big. So God has created this big globe, means fourteen hundred thousand times bigger than this earth—or even this earth—floating in the air. You can float a big 747 airplane also floating in the air, but you cannot make a globe like sun and floating in the air. That is the difference between you and God. The creative power is there. Because we are part and parcel, the value is there. Just like gold mine and a small particle of gold. So small particle has... It will be called gold, and it has got some value. But not as good as the gold mine. This is the difference between God and ourself. We should understand. So if we give up this service to the senses and we engage ourself in the service of the great... Everyone wants to serve the great. That is natural. If one is serving ordinary mercantile firm, he is thinking of getting some service in the government office. That is very secure. So if we seek our service to the supreme government, Kåñëa, or God, then we will be happy. That is Kåñëa consciousness movement.

If you actually want to be happy... 
Now you can see. These boys they are chanting, dancing. This is not artificial. Artificial dancing can be performed one day, two days, then finished. But they are doing twenty-four hours. How they are doing, unless they are feeling some happiness, transcendental happiness? They are not fools. They are not uneducated. They are educated. They are coming from a good family. But they have sacrificed everything, and they are enjoying this Hare Kåñëa chanting and dancing. Unless they feel... Even the girls, they are also dancing. So there is transcendental feeling of blissful life. Why? When one engages himself in the service of the Lord. This is the purport, very simple thing. And as soon as he will serve the designation, false service, he will spoil his time and will be under the condition of material nature. Material nature, we are all conditioned by material nature. Therefore we are changing body from one body to another. Now, by the nature's own process, evolution, we have come to this human form of body and we have got advanced consciousness, 
we have got direction like Bhagavad-gétä, Çrémad-Bhägavatam. 
Hari guru vaiñëava bhägavata gétä. Bhägavata-gétä. 
Just our Madhudviña Swami sung, we have got Kåñëa, we have got spiritual master, we have got the books, Bhägavata, we have got Gétä. 
Now let us take advantage of it. 
These transcendental literature, 
we have taken much pain to translate them into English so that you can understand. 
We have got fifty books. So take advantage. It is not meant for the cats and dogs. It is meant for the human being, not a particular class or nation. No. It is meant for all human being. So take advantage of this knowledge, understand the philosophy of life, that "I am eternal." Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére [Bg. 2.20]. "I do not die after the annihilation of this body. I accept another body." We have got two bodies: this gross body and one subtle body. Just like you have got your coat, and within the coat there is shirt, similarly, within this gross body, there is another subtle body. This gross body is made of the material elements, earth, water, air, fire, ether, these five elements. Païca. Païca means five. Your body and my body, it is simply combination of these five material elements. This is the covering, coat. And within this, there is another body. What is that? Mind, intelligence, and ego. So everyone knows that you have got mind, I have got mind. Everyone knows that you have got intelligence, I have got intelligence. And everyone is puffed up with some identification, "I am this, I am that." These three conception, this is called subtle. Subtle body. So we simply see the gross body, but we do not see the subtle body. When death take place—that means this gross body is finished—then the subtle body is there. And the subtle body carries the soul to another gross body. That we cannot see. Therefore we do not understand how this spirit soul is migrating, transmigrating from one body to another. We do not see. Therefore our seeing should be through knowledge, paçyati jïäna-cakñuñä, not this gross seeing. Gross seeing is imperfect. It has no value. We know. We should inquire that "This gross body is finished. Now what about the subtle body?"

So we have to understand from authoritative literature. The subtle body is working, just like when you sleep your gross body is not working, but the subtle body, the mind, intelligence and ego is working; therefore you dream. Your subtle body is lying is some apartment, and you have gone to the seaside by the mental body. So, so long this gross body is able, you again come and enter into this gross body, but when it is not workable, then you have to find out another gross body in the womb of a certain type of mother. This is the law of transmigration of the soul. That subtle body will be carried by the laws of nature. 
According to the work you have done to your whims, 
then a certain type of body will be offered to you. You will be forced to enter into the womb of a certain type of mother, and the mother will give you the body. That we have got, everyone, experience. In the mother's body, after pregnancy, the body grows. Everyone knows it. So body grows why? Because the soul has entered, and according to his karma, either good mother or bad mother... So you are growing the same body or better body or lower body, and when it is mature, then you come out. 
You begin again your life. 
That is called pravåtti-märga. 
In this way we have to accept birth, death, old age. 
As soon as you get this material body, there is birth, and as soon as there is birth, there is death. And as soon as the body is there, it is growing old. It is suffering disease.

So if you want to avoid these four things... 
That is specially pointed out by Kåñëa, janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi [Bg. 13.9]. You are solving your problems, but what, how you have solved your birth, death, old age, and disease? 
That is the question by Kåñëa. Have you solved? 
Then what is the use of solving problems? The real problem is there. 
But if you want to solve this real problem, then you should take up this nivåtti-märga. 
Nivåtti-märga means stop this way of sense gratification and take to Kåñëa consciousness. 
That is the way. 
If you continue your misbehavior, 
at the same time you want to cure your disease, that is not possible. 
Just like this alcoholic treatment. They go to the psychiatrist and so experienced... After all, if you do not give up this bad habit, then where is the question of treatment? Where is the question of treatment? That is called... That is explained in the çästra, hasti-snäna. The example is very right. Hasti-snäna. Hasti, hasti means elephant. Elephant, they go into the water, in the lake, in the pond, and very nicely cleanse their body. Body very nicely cleansed, and after taking bath, as soon as it comes to the bank on the ground, he takes some dust and throw over the body. So atonement... Sometimes we make atonement. I have committed some sin. I go to church or go to temple. I make some atonement. Then after finishing that business, again I do that business. So this kind of habit will not help you. You must try to stop the bad habit. That you can do when you are in the association of devotees. Otherwise it is not possible.

Sometimes there is some disagreement, that "Why one should not live outside the temple?" But that is little difficult, because in the temple you get good association. Everyone is trying to become free from this bondage of life. So there is some inspiration. But if you live outside the temple... We are making this temple commodious so that people may come here and live and learn the art, but if you do not live, there is risk. Because saìgät saïjäyate kämaù. If you live in certain association, drunkard association, then you will learn gradually how to drink. And if you live with the association of the devotees, then you will forget drinking. You will become devotee. So we are opening these centers, giving chance everyone. There is no discrimination. It is not a religious system. 
It is a cultural institution. 
Don't take as a religious. Religious is a kind of faith. You may accept that faith or not. That is your discretion. But Kåñëa consciousness is not a kind of faith. 
It is an cultural institution. 
If you, actually, you are serious that "I must stop these inconveniences of birth, death, and old age," then you must join this Kåñëa consciousness movement. That is my request. 
That is called nivåtti-märga. 
And gradually, you will be elevated to the topmost position, that you have no more attraction for these material things. That is possible. It is not that impossible. Simply one has got to follow the process.

The process is generally ädau çraddhä. Ädau çraddhä, in the beginning... Just like you have come here with some honor or with some respect. That is called çraddhä. Çraddhä means faith: "All right, let us go there. What is this Kåñëa conscious temple?" This is the beginning, that you come. This is called çraddhä. Then if you like it, "Now, here the people, they speak nicely from the books," then you come daily or weekly and associate with the... Ädau çraddhä tato sädhu-saìgaù. Sädhu-saìgaù. This is the process. First of all one must get a little faith and then associate with the devotees. Ädau çraddhä tato sädhu-saìgaù atha bhajana-kriyä. Then, by associating with the devotees, we learn that "These devotees are worshiping the Deity, they are chanting Hare Kåñëa mantra, and they are eating prasädam, and they are very happy. So why not engage me also in this way?" So therefore gradually they come and offer, "Now, sir, I shall join, and initiate me." In this way we are doing. Ädau çraddhä tato sädhu-saìgaù tato bhajana-kriyä ädau anartha-nivåttiù syät. By execution of devotional service, 
whether you are making progress or not, that will be tested when anartha-nivåttiù syät, 
all the nonsense things which you have learned artificially, that will be finished. That is called anartha-nivåttiù. 
Anarthopaçamaà säkñäd bhakti-yogam adho [SB 1.7.6].

We have created so many anarthas, unwanted things, not required for me as spirit soul, but artificially, for this designation body. So when one is engaged in actual devotional service, then the result will be anartha-nivåttiù. Same nivåtti. Nivåtti means finished. It is not that all our students were free from this alcoholic habit or meat-eating or illicit sex, no. They were habituated. But because they have taken to the devotional service, 
this is all finished. Anartha-nivåttiù syät. Then spiritual life begins. 
ato niñöha: "Yes, it is very nice. I shall continue." This is called niñöha, firm faith. The beginning was faith, and after anartha-nivåtti, firm faith, "Yes, I shall continue." Tato niñöhä tato ruciù. How one can be firmly fixed up unless he has got a taste for it? He relishes, "Yes, this chanting and dancing is very nice." That is called relish. Tato niñöha tato ruciù tathäsaktiù. Then he becomes attached. He cannot give it up. Äsaktiù. Äsaktiù means attachment. Just like we have got attachment for so many things. So these are the stages. Tathäsaktiù tato bhävaù. Then ecstasy. And then you come to the platform of loving God. Now we are loving cats and dogs. We shall love God. This is the way.

Madhudvéña: Are there any questions? Yes. [ ]
Woman: If we are all liberated in the end, and if we all reach Godhead, why is it necessary... [break]

Madhudvéña: ...reach Godhead in the end, why do we have to speed up the process? Why not we just let things take their natural course of events if everyone's going back to Godhead ultimately?

Prabhupäda: Hmm. That is a good suggestion, but you rot for the time being. Suppose you are going somewhere, walking, and somebody gives you opportunity, "Come in my car," why don't you take advantage of it? You are... You will reach the destination by walking in six thousand years, (laughter) but if you get the opportunity... In your country there is good. There is staircase and there is elevator. So if you want to go, that "I shall go by the staircase and reach the upstair at the end of the day when office will be finished," (laughter) then you can do that. But if you are intelligent, you shall take the advantage of the elevator. Within a minute you go there. That is intelligence. "I am going. I shall reach at the end of the day when every office will be closed. Then I will come down again." If you see that, that you can do—not very good intelligence. That is not intelligence. We have to take the speediest process. That is intelligence. Yes?

Devotee (3): Çréla Prabhupäda, if a devotee fills his life with devotional service right from the time he is born, is that enough to attain the spiritual body? Will he necessarily be...

Prabhupäda: Yes, he is liking to serve me, that is the action of the spiritual body.

Devotee (3): Even though he might be...
Prabhupäda: Therefore, if you actually always remain in spiritual understanding, that means to understand Kåñëa, or God. Then Kåñëa says, if you have understood what is God, that makes you qualified to go back to home, back to Godhead. Janma karma ca me divyaà yo janati tattvataù [Bg. 4.9]. If you know what is God factually, then that is your qualification to go back to home, back to Godhead. But if you do not know, then your spiritual life has not begun. You must know what is God. That is knowledge.

The spiritual life means to understand yourself and understand God and understand your relationship with God and act accordingly. That is spiritual life. It is not difficult. How to understand God? You can understand just like you understand so many things from books. So there is book, God is explaining Himself, "I am like this." So you understand Him. Then you become qualified. Yes?

Devotee (4): Çréla Prabhupäda, in Bhagavad-gétä it says that "Out of millions of men, only one may come to know Me, and of millions who know Me, only one can understand." What are ways...?

Prabhupäda: Hmm? What is that?

Madhudviña: He's speaking about the verse, "Out of millions of men who try for the path, only one may know Me, and out of those who know Me, only very few know Me in truth."

Prabhupäda: That is stated in Bhagavad-gétä also.

manuñyäëäà sahasreñu

kaçcid yatati siddhaye

yatatäm api siddhänäà

kaçcin vetti mäà tattvataù

 [Bg. 7.3]

Where is Bhagavad-gétä? Find out this verse. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu: "Out of many millions of men." The human life is meant for understanding God. Then... He can understand, but the attempt is not there. They are after sense gratification. Nobody is interested to understand God. Everybody is interested in cats' and dogs' business, sense gratification. Therefore out of many millions of men, one can understand that "My life is meant for other purpose." That is called siddhi, perfection, "How I shall make my life perfect?" This desire arises in one man out of millions. 
And they are simply engaged, how to satisfy senses perfectly. But that will never be done. 
A sane man thinks that "I have done it so many lives. I have not been satisfied. I have not become perfection. Then where is perfection?" That inquisitiveness makes him eligible. Just like ädau çraddhä. I have already explained.
So after becoming siddha, perfect... Perfect means one must know that "I am not this body; I am soul," ahaà brahmäsmi. 
That is perfection of knowledge. So Kåñëa says, yatatäm api siddhänäm: [Bg. 7.3] 
"Those who have become perfect, out of many millions of them, 
one can understand what I am." 
It is not so easy to understand God. 
But if you take the process as is recommended in the çästras by saintly person, then it is easy. 
Otherwise it is not easy. 
If you speculate to understand God, that is not possible. Then you go on and many, many years speculating. You will never understand God. Either you take the shelter of Lord Jesus Christ or Kåñëa, if you follow his instruction—this is the way of understanding—then you will understand. But if you don't care for his instruction, then you will never understand. This is the process. Hmm.[ ]
Devotee (8): Çréla Prabhupäda, does a disciple first accept his spiritual master within the heart when he takes initiation?

Madhudvéña: What is the question again?

Devotee (8): When a disciple takes initiation, does he first take initiation within the heart?

Prabhupäda: Initiation is the third stage. First stage is that... Just like you have come. This is called çraddhä, faith, 
little faith, not full faith. Then you have to increase this faith by association of devotee. That is required. And when the faith is increased, then the question of initiation. 
Initiation should not be immediately offered. That will be misused. 
Therefore when we initiate, we inquire from the head of the temple, "How long he is coming? What is his behavior?" If he certifies that "Yes, he is doing nice," then we initiate. Our initiation is not so cheap, "You come and be initiated." No, we do not do that. We must test you first of all. Then we initiate.

Madhudviña: His question was that can you take initiation by accepting the spiritual master in your heart without actually taking...

Prabhupäda: These are bogus proposition. It has no meaning. (laughter) It has no meaning. If you think within yourself, "I am eating," will you be satisfied? You starve and simply think, "I have eaten everything." (laughter) Is that very practical proposal? You must eat. We don't say all these bogus proposition. All right. Thank you very much. (end)

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.1         Honolulu, May 5, 1976

Prabhupäda: Çrémad-Bhägavatam, Sixth Canto, the first chaper, text number one. (devotees repeat)

çré parékñid uväca

nivåtti-märgaù kathita

ädau bhägavatä yathä

krama-yogopalabdhena

brahmaëä yad asaàsåtiù

 [SB 6.1.1]

"Mahäräja Parékñit said: O my lord, O Çukadeva Gosvämé, you have already described in the Second Canto the path of liberation, nivåtti-märga. By following that path, one is certainly elevated gradually to the highest planetary system, Brahmaloka, from which one is promoted to the spiritual world along with Lord Brahmä. Thus one's repetition of birth and death in the material world ceases."

So pravåtti-märga, nivåtti-märga. Pravåttir eñäà bhütänäà nivåttes tu mahä-phalam. Pravåtti means inclination. Here in the material world everyone is inclined to gratify the senses. This is material world. Everyone is trying. Ähära-nidra-bhaya-maithunaà ca. The best type of ähära-nidra. Even in the human form of life they are also trying for the same thing, as cats and dogs are trying. The cats and dogs, they are also trying to find out where it is, food, where sleeping comfort, where sex life, and where defense. If the human form of life is also utilized for this purpose, pravåtti-märga, then it is, as I was talking in the park, it is just like using sandalwood for burning fuel. There is distinction even in wood. There are so many jungle wood, we can use it for cooking. But if the sandalwood, which is so valuable, if we do not know what is the value of sandalwood, if we use it for cooking and burning... Similarly, if we use this human form of life exactly like the cats and dogs, simply for sense gratification, then we are committing suicide.

The whole Vedic civilization means how to utilize this human form of life for better purposes. Even modern scientific point of view. Not scientific, but they say. Accepting their version... Just like Darwin's theory: by evolution you come to the human form of life. Accepting that from monkey one becomes a human being, so what is after this form? Then they have no information. What is the next life? If the evolution is... That is also accepted in the Padma Puräëa, 8,400,000 species, forms of life, and then we come to this human form of life. What is next? That is the question. But they have no knowledge. They have no sense. They cannot explain what is next. And there is next life. If by evolutionary process through the channel of so many species of life, 900,000 aquatics. Jalajä nava-lakñäni sthävarä lakña... Two millions trees and plants, then 1100,000 insects, and one million species of birds, and then 33,000,000 species of animals, four-legged animals, paçu. And then we get this human form of life, especially civilized form of life. Then what is next? That question nobody inquires, neither there is answer by the so-called modern scientist, that what is next.

But the answer is there. Answer is there in the Vedic literature that there is higher planetary system. We can see at night: there are so many millions and millions of planets. So we can go there. That is stated in the

So Kåñëa... Ataù çré-kåñëa-nämädi. Not only Kåñëa, to accept Kåñëa as God, to hear about His name also. Just like we are chanting Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa's name. So this name, Kåñëa's form, Kåñëa's quality, Kåñëa's pastimes, Kåñëa's entourage, ataù çré-kåñëa-nämädi... Nämädi means "beginning from name." Näma ädi. Ädi means beginning. So we can understand Kåñëa from the name. When name is perfectly chanted, then the form, the pastimes, the quality and all other things in relation to Kåñëa becomes revealed. Ataù çré-kåñëa-nämädi na bhaved grähyam indriyaiù [Cc. Madhya 17.136]. But these blunt senses cannot appreciate what is Kåñëa. Then how it will be appreciated? Sevonmukhe hi jihvädau svayam eva sphuraty adaù. When we engage our tongue... Kåñëa consciousness begins from the tongue, not from the eyes. Some rascals want to see Kåñëa. They will see that Guru Maharaj(-ji). You see? Such rascals will see that so-called Kåñëa. But to see real Kåñëa, one has to purify the eyes, purify the senses. Not that anyone comes, "I am Kåñëa," and I can see and become perfect. No. Sevonmukhe. And how the senses will be purified? By sevonmukha, by rendering service. For many, many thousands of years, if one is engaged in the service of Kåñëa, then one day there is chance of understanding what is Kåñëa. Kåñëa is not so easy thing. Ataù çré-kåñëa-nämädi na bhaved grähyam indriyaiù, sevonmukhe hi jihvädau [Cc. Madhya 17.136]. Kåñëa also says in the Bhagavad-gétä: manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye [Bg. 7.3]. 
Kåñëa seeing is not so easy. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu. Out of many millions of people. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye. 
To siddha, to become siddha, 
is not that "I go on doing all nonsense work, 
I become perfect man." 
No, no. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa çamena ca damena ca, tyägena satya-çaucäbhyäm [SB 6.1.13]. This is a process, how to become perfect. The rascals cannot become perfect. These are the process. 

One has to undergo austerity, penance, brahmacaryeëa, completely cessation from sex life, brahmacaryeëa. 

Not that any rascal doing everything and he has realized Kåñëa, he has seen Kåñëa. These are all rascaldom.

Kåñëa is paraà pavitram. Paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramaà bhavän [Bg. 10.12]. So to go to Kåñëa, one requires to be perfectly purified. Just like without becoming fire, you cannot enter into fire. If your body is not fire, as soon as you enter fire, you will be burned. But you take another fire and push into the fire, there is no reaction. There is no reaction. Just like to live within the water, you must have a particular type of body so that living within the water, you will not be infected. Just like a human being, if he artificially enters into the water, for few hours he can remain. That is also with great difficulty. He will feel bodily pain. But the fishes within the water, they are living very peacefully, happily, for hundreds of years. So this is real fact. You cannot enter into an atmosphere without being fit for living in that atmosphere. Is it very difficult to understand? Because they are going to the moon planet, why they are coming back? Because they have no arrangement to make the body fit to live there.

So God's creation is like that. You cannot by force enter into any atmosphere unless you become fit to live there. That is God's creation. By force you cannot live within water. By force the fish cannot live on the land. You'll die. Similarly, by force you cannot enter into the moon planet. Therefore they are frustrated. It is not possible. Similarly, without being Kåñëized, you cannot understand what is Kåñëa, you cannot associate with Him. That is the process of Kåñëa consciousness, to become perfectly Kåñëa-ite, as good as Kåñëa. That is purification process. Sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà tat-paratvena nirmalam [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. Nirmalam. Nirmalam means purification. Now we are sa-malam. We have got so many dirty things with us. So one has to become nirmalam. Sarvopädhi-vinirmuktam. First business is to become free from the designation. If you think yourself that "I am American," "I am Christian," "I am Hindu," "I am Indian," "I am black," "I am white," these are all designation. So sarvopädhi-vinirmuktam, when you become transcendental to all designation, when you come to the platform to understand that "I am not this body; I am spirit soul," brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä [Bg. 18.54], then you become happy.

So long we are with designations, we are not happy. To become designationless means feeling complete happiness. That is the test. If you simply artificially say that "I am not identifying with this body," that is fact. But real identification with..., identification with the body will be realized when you don't feel pains and pleasure. Sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà tat-paratvena nirmalam, håñékeëa. When your senses will be purified in that way, without any designation, then you can begin devotional service.

sarvopädhi-vinirmuktaà

sevanaà bhaktir ucyate

Håñéka. Håñéka means the senses. Håñékeça. Håñékeëa håñékeça. Håñéka means the senses, and håñékeça. Håñéka éça. One who knows Sanskrit, the sandhi, håñékeça. Because Kåñëa is the master of the senses, so when our senses will be... Kåñëa is purified, the most purified, paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramam [Bg. 10.12], transcendental, completely purified. So unless you are also completely purified, how you can touch Kåñëa? This is common sense reasoning. Therefore Kåñëa realization is not so easy. (aside:) You just train them how. This is not the process. Then you shall sit down backside. And before the Deity it should not be done. From the childhood it should be trained up.

So this is called purification, to learn how to sit down before the Deity, how to talk before the Deity. So everything should be learned. There are sevä-aparädha, sixty-four kinds of offenses in the service. So we have to become offenseless. Then Kåñëa will accept your service. Not by making a show. 
Kåñëa will accept your service when you are sevonmukhe hi jihvädau svayam eva sphuraty adaù [Brs. 1.2.234]. 
Automatically there will be. 
As soon as you're purified, automatically Kåñëa will appear, immediately. 
Kåñëa will ap... Kåñëa is there. Therefore premäïjana-cchurita-bhakti-vilocanena santaù sadaiva hådayeñu vilokayanti: [Bs. 5.38] "Those who are purified, santaù, saintly persons, they can see Kåñëa in every second, every moment." Because they have been purified. After purification, there will be prema, love. The symptoms of purification is that when you do not love anything except Kåñëa, that is purification. We have got our love. So instead of loving Kåñëa, we are loving dog, cats and this and that—my country, community, family, nation, so many ways distributed.

So when you love Kåñëa, automatically you love other thing. But at the present moment, we do not love Kåñëa, only the other things. But love is there. Just like to keep the tree quite fitness, you have to pour water in the root. But if you simply you give up the watering to the root, if you simply water the leaves, twigs, and the branches, then what you will get? Naturally there will be declination of the tree, automatically. If you do not give food to the stomach and if you supply food to the eyes, to the ears, to the... Then what will be your health? Similarly, so long we do not love Kåñëa, then whatever those so-called love we are showing to the society, friendship and love and country and community, they are all futile. Therefore, in spite of so much advancement of so-called civilization, there is no love between one another. You try to love Kåñëa. Then everything will be perfect.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.17        Los Angeles, January 12, 1974

Pradyumna: Translation: "Now you may hear from me of what happened while Mahäräja Parékñit was passing his days hearing of the good occupations of his forefathers and being absorbed in thought of them." 

Prabhupäda: So the question was, "How Mahäräja Parékñit punished this Kali-yuga?" The chapter name is "How Parékñit Received the Age of Kali." So why he punished the Kali? Because... Here it is said, pürveñäà våttim anvaham, tasya vartamänasya. He was situated always on the platform where his forefathers remained. This is called aristocratic. Every family or every caste... Family... First of all, there must be division. Then family. Community, society, then family. So Parékñit Mahäräja belonged to the royal family. His forefathers, own-Bhärata-vaàça, the Bhärata dynasty. Therefore you will find the members of the Bhärata dynasty is called Bhärata, Bhärata. Arjuna was addressed by Kåñëa as Bhärata. Mahäräja Dhåtaräñöra was also addressed as Bhärata. Vidura was addressed as Bhärata. Many times you have seen it.

So these descendants of the Bhärata dynasty, especially... Not especially. All of them. When Parékñit Mahäräja was born, so... I have told you already. Learned scholars in astrology, they were calculating the horoscope of the newly born child. So he was being described that "This child, this baby now born, he will be hero like this. He will be devotee like this. He'll be..." This horoscope made, in future what he will be. So Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira was anxious and he informed the learned brähmaëas that "This is all right. I thank you for your calculation. First of all, I want to know whether he will follow his forefathers. I want to know." That was the question. Because that Bhärata dynasty, they were rulers of the world, emperors and great devotees at the same time. Evaà paramparä-präptam imaà räjarñayo viduù [Bg. 4.2]. They were not emperors and kings, simply tax collector. No. They were räjarñayaù, räjarñi. Räjarñi means royal majesty. But in their behavior, they exactly like great saintly persons. Räja and åñi. That is called räjarñi. Räja means royal king and åñi means saintly person.

There are many examples of räjarñi. Just like Räjarñi Janaka, Janaka Mahäräja, Räjarñi Prahläda Mahäräja, Räjarñi Dhruva Mahäräja, Räjarñi Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja, Räjarñi Parékñit Mahäräja. All the kings almost, when monarchy was accepted... And that is the only thing. Monarchy must be accepted. But at the present moment democracy means abolish monarchy and elect a rascal as monarch. This is called democracy. But after all, you have to accept a man... (aside:) These legs should not be spread before the Deity. Monarchy, that is required, monarchy. Because a monarch is räjarñi. He should be räjarñi, a saintly person. 

Without being saintly person, how he can become representative of God? 

A king is supposed to be representative of God. 

So unless he has got godly character, saintly character, great devotee, 

how he can become the head of a state? [ ]

There are three qualities. The whole material world is being operated under the influence of three qualities. Traiguëya-viñayä vedä nistraiguëyo bhavärjuna. 
So according to the quality, there are different grades of people, 
and that is called cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. [Bg. 4.13] 
So everyone is not on the same platform. Everyone is under the influence of some quality of nature—goodness, passion, ignorance. 

So there is division. 

So the kñatriyas, they are supposed to be in the mode of passion, 

a desire for controlling, ruling. That is kñatriya's spirit, ruling. 

Therefore one kñatriya king used to attack another kñatriya king. 

The idea is not to take possession of other's property. 

The idea was that "This king is not ruling nicely." 

Just like in your country, you want to change the president, but forcibly he is sitting in his position, so as you want good government or good man as president, similarly, formerly, although there was fight between the two kings, the objective was different, 

not to occupy one's property, not to become a big thief.

You know the story of Alexander the Great and the thief. Alexander the Great arrested one thief, and he was going to punish him. The thief pleaded, "Sir, you are going to punish me, but what is the difference between you and me? I am a small thief, you are a great thief. That's all. [laughter] You are by force occupying other's kingdom, and you have no right. But because you are strong, or some way or other, you have got the opportunity, and you are conquering country after country, country after... So I am also doing the same thing. So what is the difference between you and me?" So Alexander considered that "Yes, I am nothing but a big thief, that's all." So he released him, "Yes, I am no better than you." 

Just like dacoits. 

Nowadays there are many thieves who steal scientifically, legally. 

There are many lawyers, many scientists. 

They do harm, but legally. Legal murderer, legal cheaters, so many things. We have got experience, every one of us. 

If you can protect yourself under the cover of law and you cheat others, 

then it is nice. 

But you cannot cheat the supervision of the Supreme. That you cannot do. A thief may steal secretly, but there is no secret. There is no secrecy for God. It is said in the Bhagavad-gétä, sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöaù: [Bg. 15.15] "I am sitting in everyone's heart." So suppose you are planning to do something, mischievous activity. 

You can cheat the man-made law or the man-made police, 

but how you can cheat Kåñëa? 

He is sitting within your heart. Sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöaù: "I am sitting in everyone's heart." 

So whatever you're thinking, feeling, and willing, 

it is immediately being observed and noted, "This rascal wants to do this." 

Besides that... This is inside. Then outside, there is sun, there is moon, there is day, there is night. Everyone, there are eight kinds of witnesses, whatever you are doing. And karmaëä daiva-netreëa [SB 3.31.1]. 

Just like a man is punished according to his gravity of criminality, 

similarly, whatever you are doing... 

Here everything is criminal, in this material world. Everything is criminal.

Therefore Caitanya-caritämåta kaåacä says,

dvaite bhadräbhadra-jïäna, saba—manodharma

ei bhäla ei manda—ei saba bhrama

Dvaite. Dvaite means things which is not directly Kåñëa, dvaita. Bhayaà dvitéyäbhiniveçataù syät, dvitéya. This dvitéya, this is called mäyä. Dvitéya means second. The one is Kåñëa, and mäyä is secondary. Just like light. Light and darkness. Darkness is not first; light is first. And darkness means where there is no light. Where there is no light, that is darkness. Similarly, darkness has no separate existence. It is simply absence of light. That's all. Real existence is light. The whole creation is... Just like real existence is the sun. Try to understand, very easy. Sun, but when it is covered by the cloud, it is called darkness. Or it is covered by another planet, then we find darkness. Actually, there is always light. If you go through the cloud, you come to the sunshine. Everyone has got the experience. Down, when you start your plane, it may be very dark, and then, when you go beyond the sky, seven miles above, then you see there is sunlight. And again, if you start your plane in sunlight, in the morning, in daylight, so in the morning, and go to the western side, you will find never night. You will find never night, always light, always light. Sometimes we have got experience. We start from a place, say, at ten o'clock, and going western side. Then, after few hours, we see it is still ten o'clock, and the light is there. This is our practical experience.

So actually, there is nothing material. Everything is spiritual. Spiritual means éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1], everything belonging to God. But when we think that "There is no God, I am God," or "It is mine," that is darkness. This consciousness is darkness. So Kåñëa consciousness movement means to be situated above this material conception. Ahaà mameti [SB 5.5.8]. Janasya moho' yam ahaà mameti. 

This conception, that "I am the proprietor, and everything belongs to me," 

this conception is called illusion. 

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.2.6                  Delhi, November 12, 1973

That is repeated in another place. Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. Not easily. To actually, to understand Kåñëa... In another place it is said,

manuñyäëäà sahasreñu

kaçcid yatati siddhaye

yatatäm api siddhänäà

kaçcin mäà vetti tattvataù

 [Bg. 7.3]

"Out of many thousands of people, millions of people," sahasräëäm... Sahasräëäm means many thousands times of thousands. So a man tries to become siddha. Siddha means perfect. What is that perfection? The perfection means to stop this repetition of birth, death, old age and disease. This is perfection. This is perfection. Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänu... [Bg. 13.9].

Conversation with Prof. Kotovsky              June 22, 1971, Moscow

Prabhupäda: Hinduism is a very complex term. (laughs)

Prof. Kotovsky: Oh, yes, Hinduism. It is not all... It is really... To my understanding it is not religion from European point of view. It is a really a way of life...
Prabhupäda: Yes.
Prof. Kotovsky: ...religion, Indian, a way of philosophy, a way of life, a religion, everything...

Prabhupäda: No, this Hinduism, Hindu, this word, is not a Sanskrit word. It is given by the Mohammedans. You know there is a river, Indus, which is..., Sanskrit name is Sindhu. Sindhu.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes. Oh, yes, yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: These Mohammedans, they pronounce "S" as "H." "Hindus," "Hindus." Instead of  "Sindus," they made it "Hindus." So Hindu is a term which is not found in the Sanskrit dictionary.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes.

Prabhupäda: But it has come into use. 

Real, I mean to say, cultural institution is called varëäçrama, 

four varëas and four äçramas: brähmaëa, kñatri, vaiçya, çüdra—these four varëas—and brahmacäré, gåhastha, vänaprastha, and sannyäsa. 

So according to Vedic concept of life, 

unless people take to this system or institution, institute of varëa and äçrama, four varëas and four äçramas, 

actually he does not become a civilized human being. 

This... One has to take this process, four divisions of varëas and four..., four divisions of social order and four divisions of spiritual order. That is called varëäçrama. So India's culture is based on these four, eight system, varëa and äçrama.

Prof. Kotovsky: Varnäçrama.

Prabhupäda: Varëa, varëäçrama. And in the Bhagavad-gétä—perhaps you have read Bhagavad-gétä—there is also the statement, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà [Bg. 4.13]. It is... This system is created originally by Viñëu. So as everything is creation of the Supreme, they cannot be changed. That is a prevalent everywhere, that a... Sun. Sun is creation of the Supreme. So sunshine is here in America, in Russia, in India—everywhere. Similarly, this varëäçrama system is prevalent everywhere in some form or other. Just like the brähmaëas. The brähmaëas means the most intelligent class of men, brain, brain of the society. Then the kñatriyas, the administrator class. Then the vaiçyas, the productive class, and the çüdras, the worker class. These four classes of men are everywhere present in different names. And because it is creation by the original creator, so it is prevalent everywhere, varëäçrama-dharma. [break] So have you seen this little, how we are translating this? You can see little. Original çloka, its transliteration, then its English equivalent, then translation, then purport, each and every verse is being done like that, whole Bhägavatam Puräëa.

Prof. Kotovsky: But you know what is interesting to... It is the opinion of some European and old, old Russian scholars, this varëäçrama system...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky:...is a bit late creation. If you would trace the old sütras, texts, of Vedic literature, you would find much more simple and egalitarian society. And there is an opinion that this varëäçrama system was introduced into Indian society on the late stage of Vedic era but not from the beginning, about... If you would analyze scientifically the old texts, you'll find that... [break]...human estimations. (laughs) As many brains, as many estimations...

Prabhupäda: (laughs) That's it.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...about the duration of this period because unfortunately the old classic India we have not so much information.

Prabhupäda: But so far... So far we are concerned, this Bhagavad-gétä... It is mentioned in the Bhagavad-gétä, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöam [Bg. 4.13]. Now, this Bhagavad-gétä was spoken five thousand years ago, and in the Bhagavad-gétä it is said that "This system of Bhagavad-gétä was first spoken by Me to the sun-god." So if you take estimation of that period, it comes forty millions of years. So whether the European scholars can trace out the history of at least for five thousand years together, not to speak of forty millions?

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So we have got evidences that his varëäçrama system is current at least for the five thousand years, varëäçrama system. And this varëäçrama system is mentioned in the Viñëu Puräëa also. Varnäçramäcaravata puruñeëa paraù pumän

 [Cc. Madhya 8.58]. Varnäçrama acaravata. So that is stated in the Viñëu Puräëa. And so varëäçrama-dharma is not a, within any historical period calculated in the modern age. It is natural. And in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam the comparison is given, just like in your body, in my body, there are four divisions, the face, facial, or the brain division, and the arms division, the belly division, and the leg division, similarly, by nature's way these four divisions are existing in the social body. You may take history wherever you begin, but this is existing. A class of men, they are considered to be brain. A class of men, they are considered to be the arms, administrators. And a class of men, they are called productive class. So there is no need of tracing the history. It is naturally existing from the day of creation.

Prof. Kotovsky: According to so many... You have just told that in any society there are four divisions, but the case is not so easy to distinguish. For instance, one can group, one can group, group together, different social classes and professional groups into four divisions in any society. There's no difficulty. Only difficulty, for instance, in socialist society of our country and a socialist society how can you distinguish productive group and workers?

Prabhupäda: Just like you belong to the intelligent class of men.

Prof. Kotovsky: Intelligent, yes, so...

Prabhupäda: So this is a division.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, intelligent class, for instance, brähmaëas, if you can put together also with intelligentsia under the brähmaëas...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: Then administrative staff...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...everywhere.

Prabhupäda: Kñatriya.

Prof. Kotovsky: From top to... From top to collective farm, for instance, is kñatriyas. But who would be here vaiçya and who çüdra? That is the difficulty because all others will workers, workers, anywhere, factory workers, collective farm workers and so on. So from this point of view...

Prabhupäda: From this point of view...

Prof. Kotovsky: ...there is a great distinction, in my opinion, between socialist society and all societies preceding socialist because in a modern western society you can group all social professions, classes, for instance, practically, very conditionally, you know, at least you can, the brähmaëas, kñatriyas, kñatriyas... Excuse me... Then this vaiçya, this productive class, is owners...

Prabhupäda: That is...

Prof. Kotovsky: ...of the means of production...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...these factory owners, for instance.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: And the çüdras are workers, menial workers. But here you have no vaiçyas from this point of view because you have administrative staff... In fact, there is administrative staff. You can call them kñatriyas. And then çüdras, that's workers themselves. But not this intermediate class.

Prabhupäda: That is stated, kalau çüdra-sambhavaù: "In this age practically all men will be çüdras." That is... That is predicted. But if there are simply çüdras, then the social order will be destroyed. You... Just like in spite of your state of çüdras, a brähmaëa is found here. 
And that is necessity. 
So if you do not divide the social order in such a way, then there will be chaos. 
That is the scientific estimation of the Vedas. You may... You may belong for the time being to the çüdra class, 
but to maintain the social order you have to train some of the çüdras to become brähmaëa, some of the çüdras to become kñatriyas. 
You cannot depend on the çüdras. Then there will be chaos. 
Neither you can depend only on brähmaëa. 
Just like to fulfill the necessities of your body there must be a portion called the brain, there must be a portion called the arms, there must be a portion called the stomach, or the belly, and there must be a portion which is called the leg. The leg is also required, the brain is also required, the arm is also required—for cooperation, to fulfill the mission of the whole body. So any, any society you conceive, unless there are these four divisions, there will be chaos. It will be, not be properly, I mean to say, going on, smoothly going on. There will be some disturbance. Brain must be there. So at the present moment there is scarcity of brain. I am not talking of your state or my state. I am taking the world as it is. The brain... Formerly the Indian administration was going on in monarchy. Just like this picture. This picture is a kñatriya king. Before his death he renounced his, I mean to say, royal order and he came to the forest to hear about self-realization. 
So if you want to maintain the peace and prosperity of the whole worldly social order, 
you must create a class of men very intelligent, 
a class of men very expert in administration, 
a class of men very expert in production, 
and a class of men to work. That is required.
You cannot avoid it. That is the Vedic conception. Mukha-bähüru-padebhyaù. They say, mukha... Mukha means the face. Bahu means the arm. Uru means this, this, or waist. And pada. So anywhere, either you take this state or that state—doesn't matter—unless there is a smooth, systematic establishment of these four orders of life, the state or the society will not go very smoothly.

Prof. Kotovsky: Generally it seems to me that this old varëäçrama system to some extent practiced the nature of division of labor in ancient society. So now division of labor among people in any society is much more complicated and sophisticated. So it would be very...

Prabhupäda: Not complicated.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...conditionally(?) to group them in four classes because...

Prabhupäda: The, the confusion, confusion has come into existence because in India in later days the son of a brähmaëa, without having the brahminical qualification, claimed to be brähmaëa, and others, out of superstition or traditional way, they were accepted as brähmaëa. Therefore the Indian social order has disrupted. But our, this Kåñëa consciousness movement, we are picking up from everywhere brähmaëas, everywhere, because the world needs the brain of a brähmaëa. Just like here, Mahäräja Parékñit, although he was a monarch, he had a body of learned sages and brähmaëas to consult, advisory body. It is not that the monarchs were independent. In the history it is found that some of the monarchs were not in order. They were dethroned by the brahminical advisory committee. Although the brähmaëas, they did not take part in politics, but they would give advice to the monarch how to, I mean to say, execute the royal function. Just like not, not very old, very, say, about... What is the age of, I mean to say, Asoka? Say about thousands of years ago.

Prof. Kotovsky: As we call from our... In our terminology we call, in ancient and medieval India...

Prabhupäda: Med... Yes. In medieval India.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...and old and feudal India, you are right, this was very often. And from brähmaëa, brähmaëa, from brähmaëas the major part of height is(?) religious stuff (?) (rigid stock) in religious department(?). Even Mogul emperors, there were brähmaëas who advised modern Mogul emperors...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...in administration...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...and such like.

Prabhupäda: Our predecessor äcärya, Rüpa Gosvämé, he was finance minister in the Mohammedan government. He was. When he resigned, the Nawab was not very satisfied, that "I cannot relieve you because you are my right hand man. If you resign all of a sudden in this way, then I shall arrest you." There is a long history. So that's a fact. The brähmaëas were kept. So the advisory committee of the king... Now, as I was going to speak, Candragupta, Candragupta, just the lastest Hindu king, Candragupta... Candragupta is the age of Alexander the Great because at that time, during Candragupta's..., little before Candragupta, Alexander the Great from Greece, they went to India and conquered some portion. So this Candragupta, when he became emperor, he had his prime minister, Canakya. Perhaps you heard this name, Canak... Ca-na-kya.

Prof. Kotovsky: Canakya. Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. He was a great politician, brähmaëa. And under whose name in New Delhi all the foreign embassies, they are flocked together. Yes. It is called Canakya Puré.

Prof. Kotovsky: Hm hm. Canakya Puré, yes, I know.

Prabhupäda: So this Canakya Paëòita was a great politician and brähmaëa. And as brähmaëa, he was vastly learned. He has got some moral instruction. They're very valuable, still going on. In India school children are taught. So this Canakya Paëòita, although he was prime minister, he maintained his brahminical spirit. He was not accepting any salary, yes, because for brähmaëas to accept salary, it is understood that he becomes a dog. That is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavata. He can advise, but he cannot accept. So he was living in a cottage, but he was prime minister. So this brahminical culture, the brahminical brain, is the standard of Vedic civilization. Just like Manu-småti. Manu-småti... You do not know. You cannot trace out the history, when Manu-småti was written. But Manu-småti is considered so perfect that it is the Hindu law. The Hindus are governed by Manu-småti. There was no need of passing daily a new law by the legislative assembly to adjust this social order. You see? The law given by Manu was so perfect that it can be applicable for all the time. This is perfect. Tri-käla-jïäù. The word is there, tri-käla-jïäù, past, present, future.

Prof. Kotovsky: But... I am sorry to interrupt you, but originally, to my knowledge, original Indian society, when, in the second half of Indian society, when in Calcutta by order of British administration was codified, so-called, you know, remember, "Jantu Law," they called, a big digest of Hindu law, there was a lot of change...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...called in.

Prabhupäda: Yes, they manufactured another...

Prof. Kotovsky: And this, the actual Hindu law which was used by Hindus, they're quite different from original Manu-småti.

Prabhupäda: No, they have now made changes. Just like our late Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. He made some Hindu code. He introduced in that Hindu code the right of divorcing husband and wife. But these were not in Manu-saàhitä. And, of course, they are changing. If you like, you can change. But the social order also not exactly the same as it was before.

Prof. Kotovsky: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: And so many things. So they're changing. But before this modern age the whole Hindu society was being governed by Manu-småti. Manu-småti, yeah.

Prof. Kotovsky: In all periods in India...

Prabhupäda: Manu-småti. Now they are changing so many. They... Strictly speaking, the modern Hindus, they are not strictly according to the Hindu scripture.

Prof. Kotovsky: Oh, yes.

Prabhupäda: No. They are not... So our point is, we are not going to bring back the old type of Hindu society. It is not that. Our...

Prof. Kotovsky: It is impossible.

Prabhupäda: It is impossible. Our idea is that best ideas from the original idea. Just like in the Bhägavata there is a description of communistic idea, and it is being described to Mahäräja Yudhisthira. So if there is something good, good experience, why it should not be adopted? That is our point of view. And besides that, in the modern civilization they are missing one point: the aim of human life, scientifically. The aim of human life is self-realization, ätmä-tattvam. It is said, paräbhavas tävad abodha-jätaù yävan na jijïäsa ätmä-tattvam. Unless the human society comes to the point of self-realization, whatever they are doing, they are being defeated, paräbhava. I think you know this word, paräbhava. Paräbhava. Paräbhavas tävad abodha-jätaù. So actually it is happening so. The modern society, human society, there is advancement, economic advancement, so many things, advancement. Still, in the matter of keeping peace and tranquility there is fight, individually, socially, politically, nationally. So if we think very cool-headed, then in spite of so much improvement in so many branches of knowledge, we are keeping the same mentality of quarreling. That is also visible in lower animal society. So our conclusion, according to Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that this body, human body, it is not meant for working very hard for sense gratification. In the modern civilization the ultimate goal, aim, is sense gratification. That's all. Beyond that, they do not know anything more. They do not know what is next life. There is no department of knowledge or science, scientific department, to study what is there after life, after finishing this body. That is a great, I mean to say, department of knowledge. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said that dehino 'smin yathä dehe [Bg. 2.13]. Dehe. Deha means this body. So there is a dehinaù who owns the body, dehi. So dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanaà jarä. The dehi, the owner of the body, is within, and the body's changing from one form to another. The body of a child, baby, a certain type of form, it changes into another type of form when he's child, another type when boy, another type when he's young, another type, he's old. This is going on, but the owner of the body existing. Similarly, when this body will be completely changed, another body he will accept. So people do not understand this. As we are accepting different body even in this present life from babyhood to childhood, from childhood to boyhood, from boyhood to youthhood... That's a fact. Everyone knows it. I was a child, but that childhood body is no more. I have got a different body. Similarly, what is the difficulty to understand: when this body will be no more, I'll have to accept another body? It is great science.

Prof. Kotovsky: As you know, there is two ultimate, two quite, I may say, opposite approaches to this problem. One approach is slightly different by different religions but in the same time, any religion recognizes in such or such form the change...

Prabhupäda: Take place.

Prof. Kotovsky: Change of place of a spirit.

Prabhupäda: Transmigration.

Prof. Kotovsky: Called transmigration of spirit, etc. As in Christian religion and in Buddhism and Hindu religion...

Prabhupäda: No, I'm not talking of religion, belief.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes. Yes.

Prabhupäda: I'm talking of science and philosophy.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: That is...

Prof. Kotovsky: If we can... So science and philosophy. But another...

Prabhupäda: One religion may accept. One may... That is not our purpose. We are talking on the point of that if the owner of the body is permanent in spite of different change of the body, then what is the difficulty to understand that when this body will be changed, the owner of the body will have another body?

Prof. Kotovsky: But another approach is that there is no separate own..., there is no separate..., no two phenomena, owner of the body and body.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: The body and owner of the body is the same.

Prabhupäda: No.

Prof. Kotovsky: When body dies, the owner also dies.

Prabhupäda: No.

Prof. Kotovsky: There is no separate...

Prabhupäda: That... Why? Why there is no department of knowledge in university to study this fact scientifically? That is my proposition.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So that means they are lacking. It may be as you say, or it may be as I say, but there must be a department of knowledge, what is the... Now, recently one cardiologist, a doctor, he has accepted that there is soul, in Montreal and Toronto. I had some correspondence with him. So he is strongly in belief that there is soul. So that is another point of view, but we accept knowledge from authority. Authority. Just like this statement is given by Kåñëa. Kåñëa is accepted as the authority by all the äcäryas, in Bhagavad-gétä. Bhagavad-gétä is studied amongst the scholarly circle and philosophical circle still, all over the world. And this statement is given by Kåñëa:

dehino 'smin yathä dehe

kaumäraà yauvanaà jarä

tathä dehäntara-präptir

dhéras tatra na muhyati

 [Bg. 2.13]

So dehäntaram präpti... Just like the childhood, now, giving up the childhood body, the soul is coming to the boyhood body, from boyhood, youth..., similarly, the soul, giving up this body, he accepts another body. This statement is given by Kåñëa, the greatest authority according to our tradition of knowledge.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, I know.

Prabhupäda: So suppose we accept such statement without any argument. That is the way of Vedic understanding. Vedic understanding means you have to accept whatever is stated in the Vedas without any argument.

Prof. Kotovsky: So forget about Vedas. Our approach is we don't believe in anything without argument. We can believe only on anything based on argument.

Prabhupäda: Yes, that...

Prof. Kotovsky: Here is the basic...

Prabhupäda: No, no, that is allowed.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...projecting (?).

Prabhupäda: That is allowed. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, tad viddhi praëipätena paripraçnena [Bg. 4.34], paripraçnena sevayä.Pariprañna, argument, is allowed, but not with a challenging spirit. With a spirit to rightly understand. Praëipätena paripraçnena. That... Argument is not denied. But so far Vedic statements are there, they are infallible, infallible, and the followers of the Vedas, they accept in that way. For example, just like cow dung.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes.

Prabhupäda: It is the stool of an animal. Now, the Vedic statement there is: "As soon as you touch the stool of any animal, you are impure. You have to purify yourself by taking bath." Even in your own stool... According to Hindu system, if you go to evacuate, after coming you have to take bath.

Prof. Kotovsky: This is quite intact with modern medicine knowledge...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest: ...that you must clean yourself.

Prabhupäda: Now...

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, that's right.

Prabhupäda: But another place it is stated that "Cow dung, although it is the stool of an animal, it is pure." Even if you apply in an impure place, you become purified. Now, this is superficially contradicting. In one place it is said that "The stool of an animal is impure. As soon as you touch, you have to be purified," and another place it is said that "Cow dung is pure." So according to our knowledge, it is contradictory.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes.

Prabhupäda: But those who are followers of the Vedas, they are accepting. Is it not, cow dung, pure? Cow dung pure, it is not accepted by the followers of Vedas?

Guest: That is.

Prabhupäda: And if you analyze chemically, you'll find the cow dung contains all antiseptic properties.

Prof. Kotovsky: This I don't know.

Prabhupäda: You do not know, but there is a...

Prof. Kotovsky: I have to test. This I do not know, but...

Guest: Yes, one must try to realize it...

Prabhupäda: Yes, that... That... One Dr. Ghosh, professor of medical college, Lal Mohan Ghosh, he... I was medically connected in my previous life. So that Lal Mohan Ghosh analyzed it, and, it is his statement, it is full of, I mean to say, antiseptic properties. So Vedic statements, even sometimes you find it is contradictory, but if you analyze scrutinizingly, you find it is correct.

Prof. Kotovsky: But maybe...

Prabhupäda: There may be some exceptions, but, I mean to say, just like the cow dung is stool—this is an exception—but why this exception is accepted, that if you scientifically examine, analyze, you find it is correct?

Prof. Kotovsky: That is due to analyze. That's right. That's from common sense point of view.

Prabhupäda: Similarly, another, another instance is there. Just like conchshell. Conchshell is the bone of an animal. So according to Vedic instruction, if you touch the bone of an animal, you become impure. You have to take bath. You become impure. But this conchshell is kept in the deity room because it's accepted as pure by the Vedas. So my point is that we accept Vedic laws in such a way, without argument, accept because it is stated in the Vedas, and that is the principle followed by scholars. If you can substantiate your statement by quoting from the Vedas, then it is accepted. You do not require to substantiate in other ways if you prove by Vedic quotation. Çruti-pramäëa. It is called çruti-pramäëa. There are different kinds of pramäëa, evidences. Just like in the legal court if you can give quotation from the law books, your statement is accepted, similarly, all statements which you give, if they are supported by çruti-pramäëa... I think you know. The Vedas are known as Çrutis.

Prof. Kotovsky: Hm hm.

Prabhupäda: Çruti-småti-puräëadi-päïcarätriki-vidhià vina [Brs. 1.2.101]. Anysystem we accept, it must be supported by the evidences of çruti-småti-puräëadi-päïcarätriki. Aikäntiké harer bhaktir utpätäyai... Anything which is not supported by çruti-småti... Just like Manu-småti. This is Småti. And Vedas are Çruti. Çruti-småti-puräëadi päïcarätriki-vi... [Brs. 1.2.101], aikäntiké harer bhaktir utpätäyaiva kalpate. Which is not evidence, which is not true by these pramäëas, then it is disturbance. That is...

Guest: But I mean to say one thing is, like in Vedas, whatever is written could have been proved like in a scientific way, today... Suppose there is a lab which is scientific. Whatever is said by that lab, that "This is truth," accepted without going to argue into the propriety of it... Suppose you have a scientific knowledge shop or a place, and if this workshop or this scientific institution states, "This is not good. This is not good," a general body accepts, take it for granted, "Yes, scientific body has said so. It is understood. It's..."

Prof. Kotovsky: Hm. Yes.

Prabhupäda: Personally he hasn't got to examine, himself. He takes the statement of an authority and believes him.

Guest: Common person, a common man.

Prabhupäda: So Vedic authorities, authoritative statement, are accepted by the äcäryas. Just like India is governed by the äcäryas, Rämänujäcärya, Madhväcärya, and Çaìkaräcärya. They accept in that, and the followers accept them. The benefit is that whether cow dung is pure or impure, I do not waste my time, but because it is stated in the Vedas, I take it, so I save my time. Çruti-pramäëa. In that way there are different statements in the Vedas for sociology and politics and anything because Vedas means knowledge. Vedas means knowledge. Vedaiç ca sarvair aham eva vedyam [Bg. 15.15]. Vetti veda vido jïäne. Vid-dhätu, when it is used for knowledge, it is called Veda.

Guest: But today, I think, the scientific knowledge people will not accept all this, what you are saying only. They would perhaps like to try it once more, and perhaps, after going through the process of examination of theirs, they accept it if it is true.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, well correct. As I have already said our approach, the approach of people today, new era of knowledge everywhere in the world...

Guest: Try once more.

Prof. Kotovsky: Try once more. You are right. And also nobody would believe in anything without argument.

Prabhupäda: No, arguments are allowed.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, arguments. Nobody would believe because it was written in this or other script. Evidence, evidence and evidence has to be given to believe. And may I put one question to you? Have you many branches of your society everywhere?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: Where is your main center, and where are the branches?

Prabhupäda: Main center...

Prof. Kotovsky: Of Kåñëa consciousness society.

Prabhupäda: Of course, I have got about fifty-five branches.

Prof. Kotovsky: Fifty-five.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So I have made my main center in Los Angeles.

Prof. Kotovsky: Los Angeles?

Prabhupäda: Los Angeles.

Prof. Kotovsky: Because I brought a letter from western Germany, so I had an idea that is probably...

Prabhupäda: No, that is a... There is a branch.

Prof. Kotovsky: A branch.

Prabhupäda: Germany branch, Kåñëa däsa. There is a branch. But my headquarter is in Los Angeles. And now, since I came to India, I am trying to make my headquarter in Mäyäpur. That's the place, the birthsite, of Lord Caitanya. We have purchased land there.

Prof. Kotovsky: In Mäyäpur?

Prabhupäda: Mäyäpur. You have heard the name?

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, yes. Mäyäpur is there.

Prabhupäda: You have been in India?

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, six or seven times.

Prabhupäda: Oh. (laughs)

Prof. Kotovsky: I very there, to like it (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: So you have been in Mäyäpur, Lord Caitanya's birthsite?

Prof. Kotovsky: No, Mäyäpur... It's also called Mäyäpuram.

Prabhupäda: Mäyäpuram, it is... That is in Madras side.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Mylapuram.

Prof. Kotovsky: There's a Mylapuram, yes.

Prabhupäda: Mylapuram. That is Madras city.

Prof. Kotovsky: Yes, yes, yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So where generally you stayed in India?

Prof. Kotovsky: Myself?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: Oh, I was run away in many places, about, in Delhi, in Delhi, in Rajastan, in Gujarat, Maharashtra, Bengal, Bihar...

Prabhupäda: In Bengal where you stayed ?

Prof. Kotovsky: In Bengal?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: I was in Calcutta, Shantiniketan...

Prabhupäda: Shantiniketan.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...Shantiniketan and in some town in 24 Parganas, in different small townships and villages also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. I see.

Prof. Kotovsky: Bengal. And by origin you are from...?

Prabhupäda: Calcutta.

Prof. Kotovsky: Calcutta. Ah, Calcutta.

Prabhupäda: Yes. My birth place is in Calcutta, yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: I understand. Yes, unfortunately I haven't been to North Bengal. You have just visited Pakistan.

Prabhupäda: Yes, Calcutta, Bombay and several places, Gorakhpur. Gorakhpur.

Prof. Kotovsky: Oh. It's a very difficult situation in...

Prabhupäda: Calcutta.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...Bengal and Calcutta...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Prof. Kotovsky: ...because of influx of refugees from Bangladesh.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But we had our saìkértana festival for ten days, and people participated very wonderfully. We... Our gathering was not less than thirty thousand people daily, and they are so much interested in hearing about our... Lecture things, we are lecturing from Çrémad-Bhägavatam and Bhagavad-gétä. We are... Our preaching method is on the basis of Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam. So people are responding from every part of the world, especially the American boys. They are especially interested. And England also, and Germany, and France. From here I shall go to Paris. There we have got center. What is the name of that place? Paris? Recently they have taken.

Çyämasundara: Eh?

Prabhupäda: Recently they have changed the...?

Çyämasundara: Oh. In some suburb, Fontenay Rose, Fontenay aux Rose.

Prof. Kotovsky: Ah, near Paris?

Prabhupäda: Yes

Prof. Kotovsky: In Fontaine Bleau?

Prabhupäda: Yes, yes. They have taken a whole house, nice house. So our process is very simple. We ask our students to refrain from four prohibitive principles: no illi...

Prof. Kotovsky: From? I'm sorry. From? Four?

Prabhupäda: Prohibitive. No illicit sex life, no meat-eating, meat or fish or eggs, no, and no gambling, and no intoxication, including cigarette, tea, coffee. These also we take as intoxicants. So these four principle one has to obey, and let him chant Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. And by this process only, you'll find, how these boys and girls are improving quickly. Process is very simple. Besides that, we have got books, volumes of books, just like Çrémad-Bhägavatam, Bhagavad-gétä. I have given them. Throughout all these years I have written so many books. And they have got ample stock for reading, the whole life. We have got four hundred pages', big, big books, about one dozen books: Kåñëa in two parts, Çrémad-Bhägavatam in six parts, Teachings of Lord Caitanya, one part, Nectar of Devotion, one part. In this way I am... And these are... We are publishing every month one chapter, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, with this detailed information, giving a heading like this, "The First Step in God Realization." Here is also. The heading is: "Puruña-çukta Continued." Puruña-çukta is a Vedic stotram. So we are trying to push this Kåñëa consciousness. Just like in your country there is Lenin consciousness, similarly, it is also a different type of consciousness. Kåñëa consciousness. Kåñëa is also historical personality as much as Lenin is also historical personality. So His philosophy... Just like you are trying to understand his philosophy, we are trying to understand Kåñëa's philosophy. In this way this Kåñëa consciousness movement is going on.

Prof. Kotovsky: And have you many participants...

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.
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Prabhupäda: ...in Våndävana. And try to organize this Gurukula as their world attraction. That will be your success. Simply teach them nicely English and Sanskrit. And our books are there. And regular habits: going to the Yamunä in procession, timely get up early in the morning, attending class, clean dress, clean bedding, clean room. Çikhä-sütra. The Vämanadeva gave this description. Where is that book?

Jagadéça: I don't know. Pradyumna may have taken it.

Prabhupäda: There were two books. Woman... Girls should be taught how to become faithful wife, how to learn nice cooking, cleansing, dressing. Simple method. There is no objection of their becoming scholar, but that is not necessary. They have got natural inclination to give service by cooking, cleansing, dressing. Cleanliness is the first necessity. That is hygienic, spiritual, and calm, quiet. India has got special facility to remain clean. Only in this country you can take thrice bathing. In other countries... Easy there. In your country there is hot water. There is no difficulty if one practices. I think our men have such practice. But this cleanness is this taking bathing at least twice. That keeps a man very clean.

Jagadéça: Yes. Since I've been taking two baths a day, unless I have two baths I don't feel clean. Sometimes I am very busy and don't get to bathe twice, and then I feel very dirty.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Hari-çauri: I don't feel clean if I don't have three.

Prabhupäda: Also, he also. He also takes. So if it is practiced, it keeps health very nice. I was taking all along. Since I was attacked, heart, they said you should be kept from catching cold.
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...big, big buildings, the same spirit as karmés are doing. But this desire to construct very big building, when transferred for Kåñëa, that is bhakti. So we have got this tendency, everyone, to possess money, to have very big buildings and so on, so on. You do it for Kåñëa. Then it will be bhakti. Otherwise karma. And karma means to be bound up by the laws of nature. So? What is...? (break)

Gopäla Kåñëa: ...paräyanaù sudurlabhaù praçäntätmä koöiñv api mahä-mune. "O great sage, out of many millions of materially liberated people who are free from ignorance, and out of many millions of siddhas who have merely attained perfection, there's hardly one pure devotee of Näräyaëa. Only such a devotee is actually completely satisfied and peaceful."

Prabhupäda: This is devotee. It is not so easy. 
But we are giving chance to everyone to come to that position. This is our Kåñëa consciousness. But otherwise it is very, very... Muktänäm.
It begins from the mukta, liberated. 
Liberated means no more material anxiety.

Gopäla Kåñëa: That stage is little far for us.

Prabhupäda: But if you follow the vow...
Gopäla Kåñëa: The principles...

Prabhupäda: ...then it will be possible.
Gopäla Kåñëa: I find that as a gåhastha only sometimes it's a little difficult because a gåhastha has to worry about taking care of his...

Prabhupäda: Family.

Gopäla Kåñëa: ...family's needs, clothing, this, that. It becomes a problem, where to get the money from. But otherwise...

Prabhupäda: And that is also different standard. People are not satisfied with simple living.
Gopäla Kåñëa: So they want...

Prabhupäda: Therefore there is certain age, that "At this age no more such ambition, material. Lead simple life and advance." That is after fiftieth year. This is our Vedic system. In the beginning it is not possible, but by practicing... So if one lives for hundred years, fifty years' extravagancy, "Now stop. Now be regulated and try to be mukta." This is the system. But they don't want even up to the point of death, even men like Gandhi and others. They do not want. This morning Indira Gandhi said that "I am for the mass of people." And Vivekananda, "My country." The same feeling as a person, individual person thinking of his family, these people are thinking of his country, a big family, not for the whole living entities, jéva. That is Kåñëa consciousness. Nobody is interested in the çästric injunction. They've lost them all... Temporary... This is an institution to elevate people gradually. (break) If we follow our own... (microphone moving)

Gopäla Kåñëa: It is not very difficult. I don't find it very...

Prabhupäda: Not at all.

Gopäla Kåñëa: But I used to work in New York outside all the time, but I didn't find it so difficult.

Prabhupäda: No one will. It is not at all difficult. The principles, the regulation we have started, it will automatically bring them to that stage. 
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Prabhupäda: Let them chant and take prasädam. They'll... Everyone will get. 
Then gradually, as a snake charming, by chanting, chanting, chanting, then they will be subdued. 
And that is guaranteed process. There is no doubt. Anyone, even a man is like a snake. 
In material world everyone is a snake, envious. 
Snake is very envious. You are passing by the side, "Oh! You are passing by my side?" This is snake. No offense. Because he is passing--he has got the poison--he'll utilize it. This is snake. Without offense. If somebody hurts him or tramples him--no. "Oh, you are so daring? You are passing? You do not know I am snake." Sarpaù kruraù khalaù kruraù sarpät krurataraù khalaù. There are similarly men also. 
Unnecessarily they are envious, offensive, unnecessary. 
They cannot tolerate others' opulence. [ ]
But he will eat some grains, five grains, ten grains and twenty grains, as much he can eat, and go away. But you do the same favor to the human beings, there will be fight. Everyone will try to take some more quantity in the house and stock it. Therefore, the human being is more responsible for sinful activities.

Guru-gauräìga: So the rascal thinks that independence, the manifestation, the symptom of independence is to misuse independence.

Prabhupäda: What?

Guru-gauräìga: He thinks the symptom... I am independent. I will show you I am independent. I will misuse my independence.

Prabhupäda: No. There's... Just like you are a citizen of French government. You are also independent. If the government says that if you do this, then you'll be punished. So when you do that, that is misuse of independence. Otherwise you are independent.

Guru-gauräìga: So real independence means to surrender then.

Prabhupäda: Yes. To authority. Because you have to surrender. If you don't surrender to God, then you have to surrender to mäyä. Just like you don't surrender to government, then you have to surrender to the superintendent of jail. That's all. If you misuse your independence, you'll not be happy. This is the fact. But you have got the independence. You can misuse it. That is your prerogative. That is your freedom. Freedom means you must have independence. But because you are not absolutely independent, so you suffer. The Absolute Independent is God, Kåñëa. Just like government. The government orders: let this crowd be shot. Let there be bullet shot. Hundreds of men die. But government is not responsible for such death. But if you kill one man, you'll be responsible. So your independence is subordinate independence. Similarly, all living entities, they have been given independence by God, but his independence is subordinate to the independence of God. This is our position, jévera svarüpa haya nitya-kåñëa-däsa [Cc. Madhya 20.108-109].

Yogeçvara: There are so many young people who, when we try to preach to them Kåñëa consciousness, we explain that it means to accept the position of service, service position, they reject it because they have no experience of service that is satisfying.

Prabhupäda: Hm? They have rejected so many things. Why not your proposal? Just like the hippies. They have rejected so many things. Why shall he accept your proposal? Why you think that your proposal is so nice, he'll accept immediately?

Yogeçvara: That doesn't mean we don't preach to them.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: That doesn't mean we don't preach...

Prabhupäda: You preach. You just purify them. Chant Hare Kåñëa. Let him hear. Then he'll accept. Then he will gradually come. Yes. He's now in diseased condition. The best thing is to chant. By hearing the Hare Kåñëa mantra, he'll be gradually purified, cleansed, ceto-darpaëa-märjanam [Cc. Antya 20.12]. You must polish him. Just like this is unclean. Polish it and you'll see the reflection. Our process is paraà vijayate çré-kåñëa-saìkértanam. [break] ...çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù hådy antaù stho hy abhadräëi... [SB 1.2.17].

Yogeçvara: Çrémad-Bhägavatam.

Prabhupäda: Çrémad-Bhägavatam.

Yogeçvara: Second Chapter.

Prabhupäda: Hådy antaù stho hy abhadräëi vidhunoti suhåt satäm.

Yogeçvara: Verse number seven, Second Chapter.

Prabhupäda: Everyone is diseased. So you have to give the medicine and gradually he'll be cured. Just like when I came first, nobody was my devotee. But the medicine was given, little, little, little. And they became. So you cannot immediately expect that everyone will hear your words. Why? What you are? Why shall he respect you? Cure them. What is that? You have got it?

Haàsadüta: No.

Prabhupäda: In the First Part, there is. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù [SB 1.2.17]. Kértana. Puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù. If one hears from you, he doesn't do. If he simply hears Hare Kåñëa mantra, then he'll be purified. Simply by hearing.

Bhagavän: But we can understand that even though we present so many good arguments, philosophically, if a person still does not accept it is simply because he is addicted to sinful activity. So therefore there's nothing other to do than chant.

Prabhupäda: Hearing is the first. Saìkértana. Let him..., give, give him chance for hearing Hare Kåñëa.

Haàsadüta: 

çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù

puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù

hådy antaù stho hy abhadräëi

vidhunoti suhåt satäm

 [SB 1.2.17]

"Çré Kåñëa, the Personality of Godhead, who is the Paramätmä, Supersoul, in everyone's heart, and the benefactor of the truthful devotee..."

Prabhupäda: The Paramätmä... Kñetra-jïaà cäpi mäà viddhi. He's also kñetrajïa. He's also in the body. So here He does His work. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù. Yes. Read the translation.

Haàsadüta: "Çré Kåñëa, the Personality of Godhead, who is the Paramätmä, Supersoul, in everyone's heart and the benefactor of the truthful devotee, cleanses desire for material enjoyment from the heart of the devotee who relishes His messages which are in themselves virtuous when properly heard and chanted."

Prabhupäda: Yes. The chanting and hearing goes on. And if one agrees to hear and chant, then Kåñëa helps from within. He cleanses. Suhåt satäm. Because He wants to reform them. Suhåt satäm. Everyone, especially the devotee. So He helps cleanse him. In this way, if he's given chance to hear, again and again, then the next verse... See.

Haàsadüta: The next verse?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Haàsadüta: Nañöa-präyeñv abhadreñu nityaà bhägavata... [SB 1.2.18].

Prabhupäda: Nañöa-präyeñu abhadreñu. His heart is filled up with so many dirty things. So by that process, when he agrees to hear, chanting and hearing... Therefore we say: "Chant Hare Kåñëa." I say Hare Kåñëa, and we ask others to chant. Response. By this process, his heart becomes cleansed. And next verse says: nañöa-präyeñu abhadreñu. 
Not that it has become completely cleansed. A little, or almost cleansed. 
Nañöa-präyeñu abhadreñu.

Haàsadüta: Nityaà bhägavata-sevayä.

Prabhupäda: By this process, nityaà bhägavata-sevayä, by hearing the message of Kåñëa, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, that is also about Kåñëa, chanting about Kåñëa, nityam daily, regularly, nityaà bhägavata-sevayä...

Haàsadüta: Bhagavaty uttama-çloke...

Prabhupäda: Bhaktir bhavati naiñöhiké. Then he becomes fixed up in devotional service. Not that he has completely become cleansed. Even little cleansed, then he will engage. Then he will hear. "What does he say?" Unclean, how he can take up?

Haàsadüta: He can't accept it.

Prabhupäda: No. Unclean. Therefore we make more cleaner, cleaner, cleaner, cleaner. The more he becomes cleansed, he can understand. He'll accept. But unclean state, you do not expect. So the process of cleanliness is this ceto-darpaëa-märjanaà, paraà vijayate çré-kåñëa-saìkértanam [Cc. Antya 20.12]. The more they read literature, the more hear, more chanting, in this way, gradually... Then next verse?

Haàsadüta: Tadä rajas-tamo...

Prabhupäda: Tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobhädayaç ca ye [SB 1.2.19].

Haàsadüta: Ceta etair...

Prabhupäda: Ceta etair anäviddhaà sthitaà sattve prasédati. In this way, as the heart becomes cleansed, he revives his quality of goodness. And when he's situated in the quality of goodness, the other two qualities, passion and ignorance, cannot infect him. By this process. Rajas-tamo-bhäväù. Rajas-tamo-bhäväù. The example is käma-lobhädayaç ca ye. When one is too much affected with the rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa, passion and ignorance... What is this käma? Lusty and greediness. These are the symptoms of rajas-tamo-guëa. So then therefore we see that all people are lusty and greedy. So as soon as he becomes cleansed, come to the standard of goodness, these two qualities cannot affect him anymore. Tadä rajas-tamo-bhäväù käma-lobhädayaç ca ye [SB 1.2.19]. One has to take the process. And it is simple process. Simple... And that, that is actually happening, in our practical experience. They say, they say... They are all rascals, fools. They can say anything and everything. Pägale kim abole chägale kià na khäoyä. In the Bengali it is said: A madman, what does he not speak? He speaks any nonsense. And a goat, what does he not eat? So if you keep a madman... They are keeping them mad... That is our protest, that why you are keeping all people mad, crazy, nonsense? And you are also teacher, university? They have no knowledge that what is the aim of life. That you have to protest. So as we gradually increase our strength, our number, we have to protest to the world that: "Why you rascal and fools, keeping the whole human society in darkness? You have no knowledge." Here God says that: 'Under My direction the prakåti's working.' You have no knowledge. You are saying that there is no aim. Without aim, why God should create this, such a big gigantic manifestation. Why He should take responsibility? Is there no responsibility to maintain this gigantic... God has got immense power. He can maintain. That is another thing. But why He should take the responsibility? Just like government creates a big prison house. It is not for nothing. There is some aim. Otherwise, why government should keep such establishment, huge establishment? It is not something faith(?). They are to be given cloth and shelter and everything, the arrangement. Similarly such gigantic universal manifestation, millions and millions of living entities are there. They have to be trained up. They have to be provided with all necessities of life. This responsibility's there. And actually God is doing that. He's giving food. He's giving necessities. Why? There is some aim. The aim is that they have misused their independence. Try to reform them again (indistinct). This is the aim. All these living entities in the material world, the have misused their independence. Therefore, they are in the material world. Otherwise why should they remain in the material world? Anyone who is in this material world, it is to be understood that he's misused his independence. (end)

Prabhupäda: What are those activities?

Yogeçvara: Giving.

Prabhupäda: Giving and taking also. [break]

Yogeçvara: ...there is giving. There is also taking. But it's not... The person who has achieved this ultimate perfection, whenever he takes, he immediately gives it to someone else.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. The transaction between two lovers, one gives, another takes. Sometimes one gives, another takes, another gives, and one takes. This is exchange. Similarly, feeding. I give something to my beloved to eat something. He also gives me something. I eat also. Similarly, I disclose my confidence unto my beloved. My beloved also discloses her or his confidence. These are loving exchanges.

Yogeçvara: He says that he understands that we are talking of love meaning two people, but does that mean that... Why can't we think of love in terms of an exchange between man and everything, between man and the cosmos?

Periodically, they manufacture some ideas, and people will follow, and then it is failure, and again another revolution. They are..., the Russian philosophy, that periodically revolution required. That is also to some extent. 

But why revolution? 

Take the standard. 

They do not know what is the standard.

Hari-çauri: That means they're always imperfect.

Prabhupäda: Imperfect, surely. Let us do something about it.
Hari-çauri: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda. (end)
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So (reading:) "The more we go on increasing such troublesome industries to squeeze out the vital energy of the human being, 

the more there will be unrest and dissatisfaction..."—that is practical—"

...of the people in general, although a few only can live lavishly by exploitation." 

So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is all-round. 

If people understand that this is a religious movement... No. Religious movement is different thing. Kåñëa consciousness movement... Kåñëa. It is not our manufactured ideas. 

Kåñëa speaks in the Bhagavad-gétä to make people Kåñëa conscious in every way. 

He's suggesting how to live, annäd bhavanti bhütäni; [Bg. 3.14] 

how the division of the society should be made, 

cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù; [Bg. 4.13] 
everything, social, political and... Political also. 
He is enthusing Arjuna, "You must fight. They are... They have committed so much injustice upon you. So you must fight. Don't consider that he is your brother, he is your..." Even when Arjuna said, "Yes. This is all right. I'll fight with my enemies, but how can I kill Bhéñmadeva? He is not my enemy. He's my maintainer, my grandfather. We lost our father at early age. He took care. How can I kill? How can I kill my teacher, Droëäcärya?" But Kåñëa supported that "You must kill them." "Why?" "

Because they have taken the wrong side. 

Because Bhéñmadeva, in spite of his becoming so learned, still, he has gone to the side of the Duryodhana, and 

simply for matter of getting some money, maintenance."

And actually Bhéñmadeva went to the side of Duryodhana, considering that "These people are maintaining me. How can I give up their company at times of danger?" That is also another consideration. 

So similarly, Droëäcärya, although he's guru, teacher of military art, 

he also went to Duryodhana's side for money. 

So therefore... Karëa... Nobody came to this side. 

So Kåñëa was doing justice, 

that He was... This is politics, "Tit for tat." This is politics. Çaöhe çäöhyamäcaret.(?) Cäëakya Paëòita says. "If somebody is çaöha"—çaöha means very cunning—"so you should be also cunning." This is politics. You should not be, at that time, a brähmaëa, liberal. No. So the idea is that in the Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa teaches everything very rightly, properly. The whole Vedic literature is meant for that, not one-sided.

SB 4.14.20

TRANSLATION

The Supreme Personality of Godhead is worshiped by the great demigods, controllers of universal affairs. When He is satisfied, nothing is impossible to achieve. For this reason all the demigods, presiding deities of different planets, as well as the inhabitants of their planets, take great pleasure in offering all kinds of paraphernalia for His worship.

PURPORT

All Vedic civilization is summarized in this verse: all living entities, either on this planet or on other planets, have to satisfy the Supreme Personality of Godhead by their respective duties. When He is satisfied, all necessities of life are automatically supplied. In the Vedas it is also stated: eko bahünäà yo vidadhäti kämän (Kaöha Upaniñad 2.2.13). From the Vedas we understand that He is supplying everyone's necessities, and we can actually see that the lower animals, the birds and the bees, have no business or profession, yet they are not dying for want of food. They are all living in nature's way, and they all have the necessities of life provided—namely eating, sleeping, mating and defending.

Human society, however, has artificially created a type of civilization 

which makes one forgetful of his relationship with the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Modern society even enables one to forget the Supreme Personality of Godhead's grace and mercy. Consequently modern civilized man is always unhappy and in need of things. People do not know that the ultimate goal of life is to approach Lord Viñëu and satisfy Him. They have taken this materialistic way of life as everything and have become captivated by materialistic activities. Indeed, their leaders are always encouraging them to follow this path, and the general populace, being ignorant of the laws of God, 

are following their blind leaders down the path of unhappiness. 
In order to rectify this world situation, 

all people should be trained in Kåñëa consciousness 

AND act in accordance with the varëäçrama system. 

The state should also see that the people are engaged in satisfying the Supreme Personality of Godhead. This is the primary duty of the state. 

The Kåñëa consciousness movement was started to convince the general populace to adopt the best process by which to satisfy the Supreme Personality of Godhead and thus solve all problems.
SB 4.14.17

TRANSLATION

The saintly persons continued: When the king protects the citizens from the disturbances of mischievous ministers as well as from thieves and rogues, he can, by virtue of such pious activities, accept taxes given by his subjects. Thus a pious king can certainly enjoy himself in this world as well as in the life after death.

PURPORT

The duty of a pious king is described very nicely in this verse. His first and foremost duty is to give protection to the citizens from thieves and rogues as well as from ministers who are no better than thieves and rogues. Formerly, ministers were appointed by the king and were not elected. Consequently, if the king was not very pious or strict, the ministers would become thieves and rogues and exploit the innocent citizens. It is the king's duty to see that there is no increase of thieves and rogues either in the government secretariat or in the departments of public affairs. If a king cannot give protection to citizens from thieves and rogues both in the government service and in public affairs, he has no right to exact taxes from them. In other words, the king or the government that taxes can levy taxes from the citizens only if the king or government is able to give protection to the citizens from thieves and rogues.

In the Twelfth Canto of Çrémad-Bhägavatam (12.1.40) there is a description of these thieves and rogues in government service. As stated, prajäs te bhakñayiñyanti mlecchä räjanya-rüpiëaù: "These proud mlecchas [persons who are less than çüdras]. representing themselves as kings, will tyrannize their subjects, and their subjects, on the other hand, will cultivate the most vicious practices. Thus practicing evil habits and behaving foolishly, the subjects will be like their rulers." The idea is that in the democratic days of Kali-yuga, the general population will fall down to the standard of çüdras. As stated (kalau çüdra-sambhavaù), practically the whole population of the world will be çüdra. A çüdra is a fourth-class man who is only fit to work for the three higher social castes. Being fourth-class men, çüdras are not very intelligent. Since the population is fallen in these democratic days, they can only elect a person in their category, but a government cannot run very well when it is run by çüdras. The second class of men, known as kñatriyas, are especially meant for governing a country under the direction of saintly persons (brähmaëas) who are supposed to be very intelligent. In other ages-in Satya-yuga, Tretä-yuga and Dväpara-yuga-the general populace was not so degraded, and the head of government was never elected. The king was the supreme executive personality, and if he caught any ministers stealing like thieves and rogues, he would at once have them killed or dismissed from service. As it was the duty of the king to kill thieves and rogues, it was similarly his duty to immediately kill dishonest ministers in government service. By such strict vigilance, the king could run the government very well, and the citizens would be happy to have such a king. The conclusion is that unless the king is perfectly able to give protection to the citizens from rogues and thieves, he has no right to levy taxes from the citizens for his own sense gratification. However, if he gives all protection to the citizens and levies taxes on them, he can live very happily and peacefully in this life, and at the end of this life be elevated to the heavenly kingdom or even to the Vaikuëöhas, where he will be happy in all respects.

Morning Walk                          June 28, 1975, Denver

Prabhupäda: (in car:) ...Denver. And how we are getting response from the public?

Satsvarüpa: They get nice attendance on Sunday. Many people come.

Prabhupäda: There is good hope.

Satsvarüpa: Oh, yes. Good book distribution here too.

Prabhupäda: That is the most successful. Wherever book distribution is going on nicely, that is successful, because people are in gross ignorance. They are taking this temporary life as everything. Very horrible condition. We are trying to explain what is the actual life. [ ]

Prabhupäda: [break] ...you will find today's text. It has given very nice example, that the prostitute changes her dress to attract people. Similarly, we are changing our dress for sense gratification. Yes. [break] Nature, material nature, has been described as the prostitute, and we are trying to become the husband of the prostitute. Has anyone become happy by becoming husband of a prostitute? (laughs) [break] ...Paëòita has said, duñöä bhäryä çäöhaà mitraà bhåtyaç cottara-däyakaù, sasarpe ca gåhe väso måtyur eva na saàçayaù. A prostitute wife, duñöä bhäryä, and dupli..., what is called, duplicity? One who speaks something and heard something? What is called? Hypocrite.

Brahmänanda: Hypocrisy.

Prabhupäda: "Hypocrite friend and prostitute wife and servant replying, duñöä bhäryä çäöhaà mitraà bhåtyaç cottara..., and sasarpe ca gåhe väso, and living in a room where there is a snake, måtyur eva na saàçayaù, he will die." There is no doubt about it. His life will be spoiled. This is the Cäëakya Paëòita's. [break] 

[break] ...place Cäëakya Paëòita says,

mäöä yasya gåhe nästi

bhäryä cäpriya-vädiné

aranyaà tena gantavyaà

yathäranyaà tathä gåham

A man who hasn't affectionate mother at home, neither very good wife, so he should immediately give up that home and go to the forest because for him it is as good, either you remain in forest or in home." (chuckles) How intelligent.

mäöä yasya gåhe nästi

aranyaà tena gantavyaà

 yathäranyaà tathä gåham

[break] ...formerly at least one expected love from mother. That is also being finished. This is the advancement of civilization. Even mother is also not reliable, what to speak of others. A small child sleeps very sound on the lap of the mother because it thinks, "Now I am safe." And the mother is killing child. This is the advancement of civilization. [break] ...has been many cases, a polluted woman has killed his child on account of paramour. In India there have been many cases, killed a grown up child. In recently one of our Godbrother's wife. You know that?

Brahmänanda: She killed her son.

Prabhupäda: Yes. On account of paramour.

Harikeça: On account of what?

Prabhupäda: Paramour.

Harikeça: Paramour?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Recently, within ten years. And he committed suicide, this my God brother. Everyone is, every father is affectionate to the son, and when he saw, "This is my wife, and she has killed my son." And the son saw the paramours were coming, and he says, "Who are these men, coming?" You see? This question is also dangerous.[ ]

Prabhupäda: They cannot understand the simple thing that the child has got his future, the boy has got his future, and the young man has got his future, so why not the old man? Such a dull head they have. You see. If the child says, "No, no, I have no future. I shall remain always child," is it possible? And similarly, if you say. "No, no. After old body, everything is finished. Now it is dead." So they are such dull-headed men. The simple truth cannot understand. Dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanam... [Bg. 2.13]. This is the position. The example is so nice and so simple and they cannot understand. What is their brain? Animal brain. Dog race, horse race—they want this, rat race. That's all. Their civilization is race, dog race, horse race, rat race. That's all. They do not know anything. And I am talking this simple thing because you are in confidence. Otherwise I would not have sa... Only rascals, animals, the western people. So now it is motor race, from dog race to motor race. And does it mean if the dog is running on, race, on a car, does it mean he is not a dog? The same race, either by jumping on the land or in the motor car. The race is the same, the dog is the same. So when you have come, just now?

Brahmatértha: No, I have been here. I was walking behind.

Prabhupäda: So it is a civilization of dog race. The man does not know, "By riding on a car, racing, is there any value if I do not know what is the meaning of my life?" Hmm? So this is going on. Big, big road for dog racing—that is civilization. [break] The rascal yogis, they say that "By this transcendental meditation you will keep your dog race very nice." They are attracted, "Oh, very nice. It is very nice." That's all. Müòhä näbhijänäti mäm ebhyaù param avyayam. All mü..., rascals. Only hope is that you distribute books, as much as possible, whole Europe, whole America. If they come to some day, they will realize what is this value. [break] ...day they will realize that what valuable books we have left for the study of the whole world. That will come. [break] 

Prabhupäda: Chant Hare Kåñëa. Very dangerous place. Padaà padaà yad vipadam [SB 10.14.58]. This is a place—in every step there is danger. We are walking in a very nice park. At any moment there may be revolution, whole thing is changed. Whole thing is, becomes fire. Just like, in India now it has become. So we should remember that here in this material world, padaà padaà yad vipadam, every step there is danger. Give up this place. That is the real intelligence. And the education misleading them, mäyä-sukhäya, making gorgeous plans for temporary happiness. That's all. If in the slaughterhouse the animals are kept very comfortably, so what is the meaning of it?

Brahmänanda: They'll still be slaughtered.

Prabhupäda: Eh? What is the meaning?

Satsvarüpa: No meaning.

Prabhupäda: It is sure that all the animals will be slaughtered, and if the arrangement is "All right, before being slaughtered, let them live very comfortably," is that very good intelligence? The intelligence is "Why we shall be slaughtered?" That is intelligence. What is the meaning of slaughterhouse? Who can explain?

Brahmänanda: Everyone dies there.

Prabhupäda: No, no. Dies there... A slaughterhouse, what is the meaning of this particular word?

Devotee (2): They're killed brutally.

Harikeça: A specific place where all the animals are killed.

Prabhupäda: Yes. All of a sudden many animals are killed at once. So this is also slaughterhouse. When there is need, many animals will be brought into war and killed. It is slaughterhouse. And the foolish animals, they are thinking, "We are now very comfortably situated." He forgets that "I am going to be slaughtered." Måtyu-saàsära-sägarät, the ocean of slaughterhouse. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, måtyu-saàsära-sägarät. A slaughterhouse, being accepted as... It is called måtyu-loka. Måtyu-loka. So still, they are taking it as very comfortable place. This is their intelligence: a slaughterhouse is being accepted as very nice place. What is the answer of these animals who are going to be slaughtered?

Devotee (3): Animals don't have an answer.

Käçéräma: Just a few days ago there was a plane crash and many people died, but they were sitting very comfortably in their chairs thinking, "It is so nice," but then it was all over, finished. And in the airport I was distributing books, and I was telling them, "You could die at any moment," but they still are thinking, "I am going to enjoy." They are not caring.

Prabhupäda: Where this air crash took place?

Käçéräma: In New York. And it landed on the freeway.

Satsvarüpa: A lightening bolt hit the plane.

Prabhupäda: Lighting...?

Harikeça: Thunderbolt.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Just see, slaughterhouse.

Satsvarüpa: You said in your lecture the other day in Los Angeles that when that happens that many people are killed in one place, it means that it's arranged by the Supreme. Just like Kurukñetra.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is stated by Kåñëa, that "You are thinking very patriotically that you will not kill. But it is already settled. They must be killed here. I have brought them. You kill or not kill, they will be killed. That is My plan. If you want, you take credit that you have killed." This is same arrangement. It is prearranged. War means it is bringing all the animals together and kill them, finish. And that is happening every few years after years. The Napoleon is coming for killing, and Hitler is coming for killing. Sometimes Nelson is coming for killing. But here in India the God comes for killing. Lord Rämacandra came for killing the Rävaëas and Kåñëa came for killing the Kauravas.

Satsvarüpa: Sometimes in those mass killings pious men are killed also. At Kurukñetra many pious men were killed?

Prabhupäda: Well, when there is killing, it is not that the pious men... But mostly they were saved. The Päëòavas were saved. The five brothers, they remained. Now the moon is sour. Grapes are sour? (laughter) The jackal jumped over to catch some grapes, and when he fell, "Eh, what is the use of grapes? It is sour." The jackal said. So this is... Now they say there is, that is not good for him. "Let us go to Venus. (laughter) Moon is sour." And why you spent so much money? [break]

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.9.2                          Los Angeles, May 16, 1973

So this kñatriya, this Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, they also kñatriyas. So when they were going to see Bhéñmadeva, they were going there in royal style, with chariots, with horse, and decorated with golden ornaments and the brähmaëas, Vyäsadeva and other. All the kñatriyas, kings, would be always accompanied by hoards of brähmaëas. As soon as they required any instruction, immediately consult the brähmaëas, and they gave good advice: "Do like this." This is the business of the brähmaëa. And the kings, they would not do anything without consulting. Don't think that because there was monarchy, they were all autocrat. No. If the brähmaëas would not agree, then they won't do. The brähmaëa's community, all saintly persons and learned scholars, brähmaëas... There was a committee, and the king would take their advice how to manipulate the political affairs or administration, and they would consult standard books. Just like nowadays the rascals, every day they are changing some law.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.22                           Chicago, July 6, 1975

So, so long we are in this material world, not in the spiritual world, still we have to live very honestly. Then there is hope for raising oneself to the spiritual platform. So here... Yesterday we have discussed, ajämilaù nämnä kaçcid dvijaù. Dvija, a brähmaëa. 

Dvija is not still brähmaëa. Dvija means he is initiated, dvija, means second birth. Saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù. By reformatory method one is initiated for the second time or second birth. Then he is educated by the Vedic literature. Just like we have got so many books. 

After initiation, one become bona fide student to study all these Vedic literatures. 

Then he become vipra. 

That is brahminical stage. Veda-päöhäd bhaved vipraù. 

And not only simply reading, 

but when he realizes what is Brahman, 

then he is brähmaëa. 

Not easy, the stages. 

Veda-päöhäd bhaved vipro brahma jänätéti brähmaëaù. This Brahman is impersonal Brahman, 

and still, you have to go above. 

When... Brahmeti paramätmeti bhagavän iti [SB 1.2.11]. In the beginning, Brahman realization, impersonal. 

Then, as you gradually increase, then Paramätmä realization. That is meditation. 

That is meditation. Dhyänävasthita-tad-gatena manasä paçyanti yaà yoginaù [SB 12.13.1]. The yogis, by meditation, they observe the Supreme Personality of Godhead Viñëu within the heart. That is yoga system perfection. 

And above that, there is personal realization, Bhagavän. 

So when you realize the Personality of Godhead, then you become a Vaiñëava. 

This is gradual steps.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 6.1.22                      Chicago, July 6, 1975

Therefore to create a first-class man, it requires great endeavor. It is not that you go to a school, colleges, and learn and smoke and do all nonsense, and you become elevated. It is a fourth-class, fifth-class... The modern educational system is producing not only fourth... Fourth class is also gentle, fifth-class, sixth-class. Fifth-class, sixth-class... The education means... What is the education? What is the symptom of education? That is described by Cäëakya Paëòita, mätåvat para-däreñu. The first educational symptom is that except one's own wife, any woman is mother. This is the first symptom of education. Mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat. And other's property and money is just like garbage in the... Not very many years, say, about hundred years ago... You have heard the name, the Kashmir state. The Kashmir state was so strict, if somebody had stolen others' property and it is proved, the thief's hands will be cut off. Still, I think, in Arabia there is. This is a strict law. So if some golden ornament is lying on the street, out of this fear—and people were simple at the time—they will not touch. Exactly like garbage they will not touch. It was lying on the street. The law was that nobody should touch. If some golden ornament is there, the actual proprietor, he will come and pick it up. You do not require to assist him also, taking, "I shall..." No, you cannot touch. If you touch, your hands will be cut off. So if one learns this habit, that others' property, others' money is just like garbage, nobody touches... Mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat, ätmavat sarva-bhüteñu. And one who thinks like himself sarva-bhü..., all living entities. What is that? If I prick you, then you feel some pain, so why should you prick others? This is called ätmavat. What you feel yourself... If somebody cuts your throat, do you feel very happy? No. Then why should you cut throat of others, other animals or human beings? So these three things, Cäëakya Paëòita has said that this is, if one has learned these three things, he is learned. Not that he has got a university degrees, no. Mätåvat para-däreñu para-dravyeñu loñöravat, ätmavat sarva-bhüteñu.

So this is gentleman; this is educated, culture. So this man, Ajämila, as soon as he became fallen down from the sadäcära, gentleman's behavior, the next stage is this, bandy-akñaiù kaitavaiç cauryaiù. One must earn his livelihood. But he has fallen down to the sixth grade. First, second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, or lower than that, everyone must have his means of livelihood. So what is the means of livelihood of the first-class man? That is said, paöhana-päöhana yajana-yäjana däna-pratigraha. First-class man means brahminical class. Their occupational duty is first of all he must become a very learned scholar in the Vedic literature. Veda-päöhäd bhaved vipraù. He must become a learned scholar. And after becoming a scholar, it is not that that he will enjoy himself the knowledge. No. He will distribute the knowledge. This is one, that first-class man, or the brähmaëa, first of all he must become a learned scholar... If he is not scholar, what he will, nonsense he will teach? So the first position is that he must become a learned scholar. And the next business is to teach others, to make disciple. Formerly even fifty year or sixty years ago in India a brähmaëa would not accept anyone's service. Because whatever he has knowledge, he would sit down anywhere, underneath a tree or in the corridor of somebody, and he will invite the village small children, and they will go, and he will teach little grammar, little mathematics, gradually. And the children will bring from their father and mother. Somebody will bring rice. Somebody will bring òäl. Somebody will bring something. So he had no necessity of making any contract, that "You give me so many dollars. Then I shall teach you." No. Free. Free education. In this way India was free education. So paöhana-päöhana yajana-yäjana.

Then next business is brähmaëa should be a devotee, worshiping Deity, either Viñëu or sometimes other demigod. So yajana-yäjana. He will personally do it, and he will teach others how to worship. Paöhana-päöhana yajana. And his livelihood—by voluntary contribution; whatever people will give, that's all right. People used to give brähmaëa. So paöhana-päöhana yajana-yäjana däna-pratigraha. A brähmaëa would receive... People were very honest, that "This man is teaching our children. He does not charge. This man is teaching me how to worship, how to become well behaved." So they have no scarcity, enough. So he would simply use as much as he required; balance he will give in charity. Not that keep in stock for tomorrow. No. That is not brähmaëa's business. Whatever is come today, I use it for my necessities of life, and balance, I give to the poor or somebody else, somebody else, somebody..., or make some festival. So paöhana-päöhana yajana-yäjana däna-pratigraha. So we require some income for our maintenance. So this was the brähmaëa's business. There is no question of doing some business or making some profession or going to the office or going to the factory. This is not brähmaëa's business.

Then kñatriya, next, second-class man. So what is his livelihood? His livelihood: to take tax. The kñatriyas were entrusted certain villages, that "You look after these villages, that the people are becoming well behaved." So kñatriya's business was to see whether brähmaëa is actually acting as brähmaëa, a kñatriya actually acting as kñatriya. This was the ruler's business to see. And to see that nobody is unemployed, nobody is a devil's workshop. Because if you have no business, no occupation, then your brain will plan something. This plan is cauryam and cheating. They had no opportunity to plan all these things. So kñatriya's income is to take some tax. What is that tax? Not in money. But people are engaged in agricultural work, so whatever he has produced, he gives twenty-five percent to the ruler. That's all. That includes income tax, this tax, that tax. No more tax. "Take. Whatever I have got, you take twenty-five percent." So this is kñatriya's occupation, second class.

And the third class, vaiçya. Vaiçya means produce food grain, kåñi, agriculture, not produce food in the slaughterhouse. No. Slaughterhouse, even the sixth-class, seventh class men… They did not know how to produce food, how to live. That means the aborigines in the jungle. They were hunting one animal, then eating, not that civilized nation, organized slaughterhouse. Oh, how horrible it is. If you want to eat an animal, then you go to the jungle, kill one animal, and eat. The government is not going to maintain a slaughterhouse FOR YOU. You see? This is the civilization. So our eatables should be food grains—kåñi-go-rakñya—and milk. Kåñi means by agriculture process you can produce fruits, flower, vegetables, then rice, wheat, and pulses, and you have got milk. Then where is your want, scarcity? This is civilization. Meat-eating is meant for the sixth-class, seventh-class men who does not know, who remain naked, and they can neither produce food neither cloth in the jungle. It is for them. They also were not very much expert to maintain a slaughterhouse. When you need, you can kill one lower animal, not cow. The cow is not available in the jungle. You can have some deer or some boar. So these unimportant animals were killed by them. That is the sixth class, not the first class, second class, third class, fourth class. No. And the fourth-class man who could not utilize his brain as first class, second class, third class, then he becomes fourth class—his business: to help, worker, these higher three classes.

So in this way everyone must have his means of livelihood. And I have already described that this is the way of livelihood. First-class man, this is livelihood. Second-class man, this is livelihood. And third-class man, this is livelihood. Fourth-class man... And below the fourth-class man, means fifth-class, the fifth-class man, the jungle man, by hunting, like that. But this class of man, that they do not accept any of these livelihood means, but they cheat you, cheat you. That we will find now, so many cheaters in big, big cities, and so many pickpockets, so many thieves, rogues, and now the present society is perplexed, "Crime, Why and What to Do?" You are maintaining sixth-class, seventh-class men. Your education is meant for that. Why you are afraid of crimes now? This is the result. Now enjoy the result. As you reap so you..., as you sow, so you reap. Therefore this movement is specially meant for making first-class, second-class men at least. Or even third class, fourth class. But what is this? You are producing sixth-class, seventh-class, tenth-class men, and you expect that there will be no crime, people will be happy, it will be peaceful? That is not possible. If you want to be happy, peaceful, then you must take this movement, Kåñëa consciousness, and try to create at least a group of men first class. Just like we are doing that. People will see their behavior, their character, their mode of life, and at least they will be attracted.

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 7.9.10 Montreal, July 9, 1968

So Prahläda Mahäräja, he says, "I think." So whatever he thinks, we have to accept. That is very nice. And what he thinks? He thinks, manye vipräd dvi-ñaò-guëa-yutäd aravinda-näbha pädäravinda-vimukhät, çvapacaà variñöham. He says that "If a brähmaëa..." Brähmaëa is considered to be the highest qualified man in the human society. Why? Because he has got twelve qualification. We don't speak brähmaëa by birth. Brähmaëa does not become by birth. Brähmaëa is a qualification. That is the injunction of Vedic literatures. The most intelligent man is called brähmaëa. And how his intelligence is exhibited? There are twelve qualities. If you find those twelve qualities in any person... It doesn't matter whether it is in India or in Czechoslovakia or anywhere. Simply you have to find out whether that man is qualified. These qualifications are stated in Bhagavad-gétä also: satyam çaucam sam dama titikñä ärjavam, jïänam vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jaà [Bg. 18.42]. If a person is a brähmaëa, then his natural qualification will be like this. What is that? Satyam: he is truthful. In any circumstances he will be truthful. Even to an enemy he will disclose the secret, "This is the fact." That is truthfulness, not that I am very truthful, but when my interest is jeopardized, I tell lie. That is not truthfulness. Truthfulness means at any circumstances one will speak the plain truth. That is truthfulness. Satya sama. Satya çaucam. Çaucam, cleanliness. There are two kinds of cleanliness: external and internal. External cleanliness by taking bath with soap and other cleansing material... Of course, in India, the brähmaëas, they take... They cleanse themselves externally at least three times a day: in the morning, early in the morning; at noon before taking lunch; and in the evening before going to the temple. Tri-sandhyä. There are so many rules and regulations for becoming cleansed. This is external cleanliness. And there is internal cleanliness. The internal cleanliness is this chanting Hare Kåñëa, ceto-darpaëa-märjanaà [Cc. Antya 20.12], cleansing the heart.

So satya çaucam and çama, equilibrium of the mind, not to become disturbed in any circumstances. That is called çama. Dama. Dama means controlling the senses. Every one of us, we are all controlled by the senses. But one has to become the controller of the senses. That is brähmaëa. That is svämé. Svämé or gosvämé means who is controller of the senses. My tongue wants to eat something, and if I say, "No, you cannot eat this," then... My eyes see something. I say, "No, you cannot see this." My hand wants to touch something. I say, "No, you cannot do this." My legs want to go somewhere. I say, "No, you cannot do this." When one is in full control of the senses, he is called svämé. Svämé is not a title; it is a qualification. It is a qualification, and it is attained by a brähmaëa, one who is already advanced in brahminical qualification by cleansing. Then... And truthfulness. Then this qualification also is there, controller. And when one is completely controller of the senses, or when one is actually svämé or gosvämé... There is no difference between these two words. Svämé means controller, and gosvämé is still clearer. Go means senses, controller of the senses. So Rüpa Gosvämé says who can be a spiritual master. So he has given specifically this definition, that one who has got controls over the tongue, over the speech, over the mind, over the belly, and over the genitals, and over the anger. If anyone has control over these six things, then he can become spiritual master. Påthivià sa çiñyät: "He is allowed to make disciples all over the world." Otherwise not. These are the qualification of brähmaëa. Satyam çaucam çama dama titikñä [Bg. 18.42]. Titikñä means tolerance. Just like in your Western countries, Lord Jesus Christ, he was being crucified. He tolerated. He never cursed even. He, rather, begged from God, "My God, these people do not know what they are doing. Please excuse them." This is toleration. So satyam çaucam sama dama titikñä. Toleration. Caitanya Mahäprabhu has instructed, tåëäd api sunécena taror api sahiñëunä. Tolerance. What kind of tolerance? Tolerance like the straw in the street, like the tree. Amäninä mänadena kértanéyaù sadä hariù [Cc. Ädi 17.31]. There are so many instances. Let us finish it briefly.

So çaucam, satyaà çaucaà çamaà damaà titikñä ärjavam. Simplicity. A brähmaëa should be very simple, not gorgeous. He wants to live, so he wants to eat something, not for the taste of the tongue but just to keep the body and soul together. He must eat nice things. There are nice things, grains, fruits, milk. Why should he take meat? If there are, by nature's products, so many nice things, why one should kill another animal? Desire(?), of course, serves (?). Titikñä, ärjavam, and jïänam. Not that simply become qualified, but these qualification are stepping stone to jïänam. Jïänam means knowledge. And vijïänam. Vijïänam means practical application. Just like in the science class there is theoretical knowledge and practical knowledge. Theoretical knowledge—if you mix hydrogen and oxygen gas, there is water. But we have to experiment it in the laboratory, mix so many parts of hydrogen and so many parts of oxygen, and actually, when we see there is water, then your knowledge is perfect. So not theoretical knowledge but practical application. Jïänam, vijïänam, and ästikyam. Ästikyam means faith in God, faith in scripture. That is called ästikyam. According to Vedic version, ästikyam means faith in the Vedas. Nobody can refute the Vedas. That is called faith, no argument.

A practical example, this practical example is given by Lord Caitanya. It is very nice. In India the cow dung is accepted as pure, although the Vedic injunction is that if you touch stool of an animal, you have to take bath to purify yourself, cleanse yourself. Of course, we see in New York City that the stool of dog is thrown all over the street, and we are touching, but we have no opportunity to take bath. But it is according to Vedic injunction, if you touch stool of an animal, then you have to take bath immediately. Therefore this is a system. When you go to the Deity room, you should change your cloth, because I do not know what things I have touched in the street, so better to change the cloth. And better still to cleanse, to take bath. That is the system. Anyway, to touch the stool of an animal makes one unclean; therefore one has to take bath or purify himself. That is the system. But the Veda says the stool of cow is purified. The stool of cow is purified. Now, practically, in India they accept it, and it has been found by chemical examination that the cow dung contains all antiseptic properties. That is a fact. One Dr. Goshal, he analyzed in his laboratory, "Why this Vedic injunction is the stool of cow or cow dung is pure?" So he analyzed, and he found it that the stool of cow, cow dung, is full of antiseptic properties. So this is called faith or theistic, to take the injunction of the scripture as it is, without any information. That is called ästikyam. There is another example. Just like the Buddhism. Buddhism was originated in India. Lord Buddha was a Hindu, and he was a prince, and still, Buddhism was not accepted by the Indians. Why? Because the Buddhism decried the Vedas. Nindasi yajïa-vidher ahaha çruti-jätaà. Çruti means Veda. So ästikyam means to have full faith in the orders of the scripture. This is also one of the qualification of a brähmaëa. Jïänam vijïänam ästikyam brahmä-karma svabhäva-jaà [Bg. 18.42]. These are the natural qualification of a brähmaëa.

So Prahläda Mahäräja says that vipräd dvi-ñad-guëa-yutädaravinda-nabha. Even a brähmaëa, qualified brähmaëa who has all these brahminical qualifications, but he is not a devotee of the Lord... There are many good, qualified persons, but they do not on of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Materially, one may be very much highly qualified. Academically, one may be very highly qualified. But if one is not a believer, faithful, or is not accepting the existence of God, or God the Supreme, he is called atheist, and Prahläda Mahäräja does not say atheist, but he says that "Even one has got all these good qualifications, but if he is not qualified with the faith in God, or not becoming a devotee of God, then he is nonqualified. He is rejected." You may take his qualification in consideration, but Prahläda Mahäräja says he is rejected from Kåñëa consciousness for that one disqualification, that he is not a devotee of God. Similarly, in other places it is also confirmed that yasyästi bhaktir bhagavaty akiïcanä sarvair guëais tatra samäsate suräù: "If one is simply unflinching faithful devotee of the Lord, then he develops all the good qualification of demigods." Haräv abhaktasya kuto mahad-guëä: [SB 5.18.12] "If one is not devotee of the Lord, then he has no good qualification." Why? Because manorathenäsato dhävato bahiù: "Because he is hovering on the mental plane." And because he is hovering on the mental plane—the mind's business is to change—so he will change from one platform to another, another platform to another. He has no fixed idea; therefore his qualification has no value. In several places In the Bhagavad-gétä Lord Kåñëa says, api cet su-duräcäro bhajate mäm ananya-bhäk: "If a person is found even unclean or not very well behaved but he has got unflinching faith in Me, Kåñëa," sädhur eva sa mantavyaù [Bg. 9.30], "où, he is sädhu. He is saintly person." He is saintly because that one qualification, that he has full faith in God, Kåñëa, that one qualification makes him a saintly person. Others may have all the good qualification, but simply for one minor godlessness, he is nonqualified.

So Prahläda Mahäräja confirms the same statement. Prahläda Mahäräja is also a sädhu because he is a devotee. Narottama däsa Öhäkura has said that if you want to make concrete progress in spiritual life, then you have to corroborate the statement of the scriptures, the statements of saintly person, and statements of the spiritual master-three things. Why three things? Because a spiritual master means he does not place anything which is not in the scriptures. He does not say that "My theory is like this." That is not a spiritual master. Similarly sädhu, saintly person, also does not say anything which is not mentioned in the scriptures. He does not manufacture anything by mental concoction. And what is çästra, scriptures? They are statement of different saintly persons and spiritual masters. Therefore one has to corroborate these three things: scriptures, and statement of saintly persons, and statement of spiritual master. The spiritual master is via media. The disciple, if he cannot understand the statement of the scriptures or any saintly person, he submits his doubts before the spiritual master and he clears it. In this way we have to make progress. 

Morning Walk                                  October 7, 1975, Durban

Prabhupäda: That is the specific position of Vedic culture. The habit, that tendency is there, but by Indian Vedic culture these base tendencies are checked and they are made, I mean to say, given opportunity to advance. That is brahminical culture. The brähmaëas voluntarily rejected all these. That is ideal, that "Here is an idea!" But here at the present moment there is no such idea! Everyone is after material enjoyment. There is no ideal that "Here is a person who doesn't care for anything. Still he is so exalted." That is wanted. That ideal is not now. Therefore I am trying to create such ideal men.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It is happening actually by this movement.

Prabhupäda: We are not for material opulence. We are for ideal character. That is wanted. But they have no idea that there can be a class of men, ideal character, ideal knowledge, ideal advancement. They have no such idea. "Simply bring money and enjoy sense gratification," that's all. In that way they will never be happy, but foolish person, they have no leader to give them ideal and neither by nature they are not inclined. Na te viduù svärtha-gatià hi viñëum [SB 7.5.31]. Who is giving them ideal that "Come to God, and you will be satisfied"? Nobody is giving. They are simply duräçayä. They are thinking by material opulence they will be happy. This is their ignorance. Therefore so much struggle all over the world. It is not the question of India or America. It is the material way of life.
SB 7.11.14

For a brähmaëa there are six occupational duties. A kñatriya should not accept charity, but he may perform the other five of these duties. A king or kñatriya is not allowed to levy taxes on brähmaëas, but he may make his livelihood by levying minimal taxes, customs duties, and penalty fines upon his other subjects.

PURPORT

Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura explains the position of brähmaëas and kñatriyas as follows. Brähmaëas have six occupational duties, of which three are compulsory—namely, studying the Vedas, worshiping the Deity and giving charity. By teaching, by inducing others to worship the Deity, and by accepting gifts, the brähmaëas receive the necessities of life. This is also confirmed in the Manu-saàhitä:

ñaëëäà tu karmaëäm asya tréëi karmäëi jévikä yajanädhyäpane caiva viçuddhäc ca pratigrahaù

Of the six occupational duties of the brähmaëas, three are compulsory—namely, worship of the Deity, study of the Vedas and the giving of charity. In exchange, a brähmaëa should receive charity, and this should be his means of livelihood. A brähmaëa cannot take up any professional occupational duty for his livelihood. The çästras especially stress that if one claims to be a brähmaëa, he cannot engage in the service of anyone else; otherwise he at once falls from his position and becomes a çüdra. Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé and Sanätana Gosvämé belonged to a very respectful family, but because they engaged in the service of Nawab Hussain Shah—not even as ordinary clerks, but as ministers—they were ostracized from brahminical society. Indeed, they became like Mohammedans and even changed their names. Unless a brähmaëa is very pure, he cannot accept charity from others. Charity should be given to those who are pure. Even if one is born in a family of brähmaëas, if one acts as a çüdra one cannot accept charity, for this is strictly prohibited. Although the kñatriyas are almost as qualified as the brähmaëas, even they cannot accept charity. This is strictly prohibited in this verse by the word apratigraha. What to speak of the lower social orders, even the kñatriyas must not accept charity. The king or government may levy taxes upon the citizens in various ways—by revenue duties, customs duties, realization of fines, and so on—provided the king is able to give full protection to his subjects to assure the security of their life and property. Unless he is able to give protection, he cannot levy taxes. However, a king must not levy any tax upon the brähmaëas and the Vaiñëavas fully engaged in Kåñëa consciousness.

SB 7.11.15

The mercantile community should always follow the directions of the brähmaëas and engage in such occupational duties as agriculture, trade, and protection of cows. For the çüdras the only duty is to accept a master from a higher social order and engage in his service.

SB 7.11.16

As an alternative, a brähmaëa may also take to the vaiçya's occupational duty of agriculture, cow protection, or trade. He may depend on that which he has received without begging, he may beg in the paddy field every day, he may collect paddy left in a field by its proprietor, or he may collect food grains left here and there in the shops of grain dealers. These are four means of livelihood that may also be adopted by brähmaëas. Among these four, each of them in succession is better than the one preceding it.

PURPORT

A brähmaëa is sometimes offered land and cows in charity, and thus for his livelihood he may act in the same way as a vaiçya, by cultivating land, giving protection to cows and trading off his surpluses. A better process, however, is to pick up grains from a field or from a dealer's shop without begging.

SB 7.11.17

TRANSLATION

Except in a time of emergency, lower persons should not accept the occupational duties of those who are higher. When there is such an emergency, of course, everyone but the kñatriya may accept the means of livelihood of others.

PURPORT

The occupational duty of a brähmaëa should not be accepted by persons in lower social orders, especially vaiçyas and çüdras. For example, an occupational duty of the brähmaëa is to teach Vedic knowledge, but unless there is an emergency, this professional duty should not be accepted by the kñatriyas, vaiçyas or çüdras. Even a kñatriya cannot accept the duties of a brähmaëa unless there is an emergency, and then even if he does so he should not accept charity from anyone else. Sometimes brähmaëas protest against our Kåñëa consciousness movement for creating brähmaëas from Europeans, or, in other words, from mlecchas and yavanas. This movement, however, is here supported in Çrémad-Bhägavatam. At the present moment, society is in a chaotic condition, and everyone has given up the cultivation of spiritual life, which is especially meant for the brähmaëas. Because spiritual culture has been stopped all over the world, there is now an emergency, and therefore it is now time to train those who are considered lower and condemned, so that they may become brähmaëas and take up the work of spiritual progress. The spiritual progress of human society has been stopped, and this should be considered an emergency. Here is solid support from Närada Muni of the movement known as Kåñëa consciousness.

SB 7.11.18-20

TRANSLATION

In time of emergency, one may accept any of the various types of professions known as åta, amåta, måta, pramåta and satyänåta, but one should not at any time accept the profession of a dog. The profession of uïchaçila, collecting grains from the field, is called åta. Collecting without begging is called amåta, begging grains is called måta, tilling the ground is called pramåta, and trade is called satyänåta. Engaging in the service of low-grade persons, however, is called çva-våtti, the profession of the dogs. Specifically, brähmaëas and kñatriyas should not engage in the low and abominable service of çüdras. Brähmaëas should be well acquainted with all the Vedic knowledge, and kñatriyas should be well acquainted with the worship of demigods.

PURPORT

As stated in Bhagavad-gétä (4.13), cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù: the four divisions of human society were created by the Supreme Lord according to the three modes of material nature and the work ascribed to them. Formerly, the principle of dividing human society into four sections—brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya and çüdra—was strictly followed, but because of gradual neglect of the varëäçrama principles, varëa-saìkara population developed, and the entire institution has now been lost. In this age of Kali, practically everyone is a çüdra (kalau çüdra-sambhaväù), and finding anyone who is a brähmaëa, kñatriya or vaiçya is very difficult. Although the Kåñëa consciousness movement is a movement of brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas, it is trying to reestablish the divine varëäçrama institution, for without this division of society there cannot be peace and prosperity anywhere.

Morning Walk                            April 11, 1974, Bombay

Prabhupäda: Yes. He was speaking with Kåñëa. Still, he said that "I cannot see You." That is a fact. [break] Premäïjana-cchurita-bhakti-vilocanena santaù sadaiva vilokayanti [Bs. 5.38]. If you have got qualified eyes, you can see Kåñëa always, twenty-four hours. So we have to qualify, purify. Sarvopädhi-vinir... You are seeing. You are trying to see God as American, as Indian, as this and that. With that eyes you cannot see. When you are neither American nor Indian nor brähmaëa nor çüdra, you are pure spirit, then you can see. They want to remain with this designation-body and want to see God. That is not possible. To enter fire you have to become fire. Otherwise, it will be not possible to enter fire. So without Brahman realization, you cannot understand what is Kåñëa. Brahma-bhütaù prasannätmä [Bg. 18.54]. [break] ...is the same. Quality, it is same. It is salt, salty. And the whole ocean is also salty. That is tat tvam asi. "You are also salty," if I say. If the drop of the water, I say that "This is also salty," that is tat tvam asi. Not that he has become the whole sea. This is rascaldom.

SB 4.22.41 Prthu Maharajas Meeting with the Four Kumaras
The great sage Maitreya continued: Being thus enlightened in complete spiritual knowledge by the son of Brahmä—one of the Kumäras, who was complete in spiritual knowledge—the King worshiped them in the following words.

PURPORT

In this verse the word ätma-medhasä is commented upon by Çrépäda Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura, who says that ätmani means "unto Lord Kåñëa, paramätmani." Lord Kåñëa is Paramätmä. Éçvaraù paramaù kåñëaù (Bs. 5.1). Therefore one whose mind is acting fully in Kåñëa consciousness is called ätma-medhäù. This may be contrasted to the word gåha-medhé, which refers to one whose brain is always engrossed with thoughts of material activities. The ätma-medhäù is always thinking of Kåñëa's activities in Kåñëa consciousness. Since Sanat-kumära, who was a son of Lord Brahmä, was fully Kåñëa conscious, he could point out the path of spiritual advancement. The word ätma-gatiù refers to that path of activities by which one can make progress in understanding Kåñëa.

SB 4.22.42

The King said: O brähmaëa, O powerful one, formerly Lord Viñëu showed me His causeless mercy, indicating that you would come to my house, and to confirm that blessing, you have all come.

PURPORT

When Lord Viñëu appeared in the great arena of sacrifice at the time when King Påthu was performing a great sacrifice (açvamedha), He predicted that the Kumäras would very soon come and advise the King. Therefore Påthu Mahäräja remembered the causeless mercy of the Lord and thus welcomed the arrival of the Kumäras, who were fulfilling the Lord's prediction. In other words, when the Lord makes a prediction, He fulfills that prediction through some of His devotees. Similarly, Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu predicted that both His glorious names and the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra would be broadcast in all the towns and villages of the world. Çréla Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura and Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Prabhupäda desired to fulfill this great prediction, and we are following in their footsteps.

Regarding His devotees, Lord Kåñëa told Arjuna, kaunteya pratijänéhi na me bhaktaù praëaçyati: "O son of Kunté, declare it boldly that My devotee will never perish." (Bg. 9.31) The point is that the Lord Himself could declare such things, but it was His desire to make the declaration through Arjuna and thus doubly assure that His promise would never be broken. The Lord Himself promises, and His confidential devotees execute the promise. The Lord makes so many promises for the benefit of suffering humanity. Although the Lord is very compassionate upon suffering humanity, human beings are generally not very anxious to serve Him. The relationship is something like that between the father and the son; the father is always anxious for the welfare of the son, even though the son forgets or neglects the father. The word anukampinä is significant; the Lord is so compassionate upon the living entities that He comes Himself into this world in order to benefit fallen souls.

yadä yadä hi dharmasya

glänir bhavati bhärata

abhyutthänam adharmasya

tadätmänaà såjämy aham

"Whenever and wherever there is a decline in religious practice, O descendant of Bharata, and a predominant rise of irreligion—at that time I descend Myself." (Bg. 4.7)

Thus it is out of compassion that the Lord appears in His different forms. Lord Çré Kåñëa appeared on this planet out of compassion for fallen souls; Lord Buddha appeared out of compassion for the poor animals who were being killed by the demons; Lord Nåsiàhadeva appeared out of compassion for Prahläda Mahäräja. The conclusion is that the Lord is so compassionate upon the fallen souls within this material world that He comes Himself or sends His devotees and His servants to fulfill His desire to have all the fallen souls come back home, back to Godhead. Thus Lord Çré Kåñëa instructed Bhagavad-gétä to Arjuna for the benefit of the entire human society. Intelligent men should therefore seriously consider this Kåñëa consciousness movement and fully utilize the instructions of Bhagavad-gétä as preached without adulteration by His pure devotees.

SB 4.22.43

My dear brähmaëa, you have carried out the order thoroughly because you are also as compassionate as the Lord. It is my duty, therefore, to offer you something, but all I possess are but remnants of food taken by great saintly persons. What shall I give?

PURPORT

The word sädhücchiñöam is significant in this verse. Påthu Mahäräja got his kingdom from great saintly persons like Bhågu and others just as one gets remnants of food. After the death of King Vena, the whole world was bereft of a popular ruler. There were so many catastrophes occurring that the great saintly persons, headed by Bhågu, created the body of King Påthu out of the body of his dead father, King Vena. Since King Påthu was thus offered the kingdom by the virtue of the mercy of great saintly persons, he did not want to divide his kingdom among saints like the Kumäras. When a father is eating food, he may, out of compassion, offer the remnants of his food to his son. Although such food may be already chewed by the father, it cannot be offered to the father again. Påthu Mahäräja's position was something like this; whatever he possessed had already been chewed, and therefore he could not offer it to the Kumäras. Indirectly, however, he offered everything he possessed to the Kumäras, and consequently they utilized his possessions in whatever way they liked. The next verse clarifies this matter.

SB 4.22.44

The King continued: Therefore, my dear brähmaëas, my life, wife, children, home, furniture and household paraphernalia, my kingdom, strength, land and especially my treasury are all offered unto you.

PURPORT

In some readings, the word däräù is not used, but the word used then is räyaù, which means "wealth." In India there are still wealthy persons who are recognized by the state as räya. A great devotee of Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu was called Rämänanda Räya because he was governor of Madras and very rich. There are still many holders of the title räya-Räya Bahadur, Räya Chaudhuri and so on. The däräù, or wife, is not permitted to be offered to the brähmaëas. Everything is offered to worthy persons who are able to accept charity, but nowhere is it found that one offers his wife; therefore in this case the reading räyaù is more accurate than däräù. Also, since Påthu Mahäräja offered everything to the Kumäras, the word koçaù ("treasury") need not be separately mentioned. Kings and emperors used to keep a private treasury which was known as ratna-bhäëòa. The ratna-bhäëòa was a special treasury room which contained special jewelries, such as bangles, necklaces and so on, which were presented to the king by the citizens. This jewelry was kept separate from the regular treasury house where all the collected revenues were kept. Thus Påthu Mahäräja offered his stock of private jewelry to the lotus feet of the Kumäras. It has already been admitted that all the King's property belonged to the brähmaëas and that Påthu Mahäräja was simply using it for the welfare of the state. If it were actually the property of the brähmaëas, how could it be offered again to them? In this regard, Çrépäda Çrédhara Svämé has explained that this offering is just like the servant's offering of food to his master. The food already belongs to the master, for the master has purchased it, but the servant, by preparing food, makes it acceptable to the master and thus offers it to him. In this way, everything belonging to Påthu Mahäräja was offered to the Kumäras.

SB 4.22.45

Since only a person who is completely educated according to the principles of Vedic knowledge deserves to be commander-in-chief, ruler of the state, the first to chastise and the proprietor of the whole planet, Påthu Mahäräja offered everything to the Kumäras.
PURPORT

In this verse it is very clearly stated that a kingdom, state or empire must be governed under the instructions of saintly persons and brähmaëas like the Kumäras. When monarchy ruled throughout the world, the monarch was actually directed by a board of brähmaëas and saintly persons. The king, as the administrator of the state, executed his duties as a servant of the brähmaëas. It was not that the kings or brähmaëas were dictators, nor did they consider themselves proprietors of the state. The kings were also well versed in Vedic literatures and thus were familiar with the injunction of Çré Éçopaniñad: éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]—everything that exists belongs to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. In Bhagavad-gétä Lord Kåñëa also claims that He is the proprietor of all planetary systems (sarva-loka-maheçvaram [Bg. 5.29]). Since this is the case, no one can claim to be proprietor of the state. The king, president or head of the state should always remember that he is not the proprietor but the servant.

In the present age, the king or president forgets that he is the servant of God and thinks of himself as servant of the people. The present democratic government is proclaimed to be a people's government, a government by the people and for the people, but this type of government is not sanctioned by the Vedas. The Vedas maintain that a kingdom should be governed for the purpose of satisfying the Supreme Personality of Godhead and should therefore be ruled by a representative of the Lord. The head of a state should not be appointed if he is bereft of all Vedic knowledge. In this verse it is clearly stated (veda-çästra-vid arhati) that all high government posts are especially meant for persons who are well conversant with the teachings of the Vedas. In the Vedas there are definite instructions defining how a king, commander-in-chief, soldier and citizen should behave. Unfortunately there are many so-called philosophers in the present age who give instruction without citing authority, and many leaders follow their unauthorized instruction. Consequently people are not happy. 

S.B. 4.22.46 Prthu Maharajas Meeting with the Four Kumaras

The kñatriyas, vaiçyas and çüdras eat their food by virtue of the brähmaëas' mercy. It is the brähmaëas who enjoy their own property, clothe themselves with their own property and give charity with their own property.

PURPORT

The Supreme Personality of Godhead is worshiped with the words namo brahmaëya-deväya, which indicate that the Supreme Lord accepts the brähmaëas as worshipable gods. The Supreme Lord is worshiped by everyone, yet to teach others He worships the brähmaëas. Everyone should follow the instructions of the brähmaëas, for their only business is to spread çabda-brahma, or Vedic knowledge, all over the world. Whenever there is a scarcity of brähmaëas to spread Vedic knowledge, chaos throughout human society results. Since brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas are direct servants of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, they do not depend on others. In actuality, everything in the world belongs to the brähmaëas, and out of their humility the brähmaëas accept charity from the kñatriyas, or kings, and the vaiçyas, or merchants. Everything belongs to the brähmaëas, but the kñatriya government and the mercantile people keep everything in custody, like bankers, and whenever the brähmaëas need money, the kñatriyas and vaiçyas should supply it. It is like a savings account with money which the depositor can draw out at his will. The brähmaëas, being engaged in the service of the Lord, have very little time to handle the finances of the world, and therefore the riches are kept by the kñatriyas, or the kings, who are to produce money upon the brähmaëas' demand. Actually the brähmaëas or Vaiñëavas do not live at others' cost; they live by spending their own money, although it appears that they are collecting this money from others. Kñatriyas and vaiçyas have no right to give charity, for whatever they possess belongs to the brähmaëas. Therefore charity should be given by the kñatriyas and vaiçyas under the instructions of the brähmaëas. Unfortunately at the present moment there is a scarcity of brähmaëas, and since the so-called kñatriyas and vaiçyas do not carry out the orders of the brähmaëas, the world is in a chaotic condition.

S.B. 6.1.6 January 3, 1970 La And he was traveling, wandering, and when he met Mahäräja Parékñit he was only sixteen years old and naked, but he is accepted as the spiritual master of this great king because he was full of knowledge. It is a question of knowledge. It is not the question of age. He was only sixteen years old and he was not even properly dressed, but God kindly sent him for instructing this king.

It is also notable that according to Vedic injunction, to live in the forest is to live in the mode of complete goodness, whereas to live in the city is to live in the mode of passion, and to live in a brothel or drinking house is to live in the mode of ignorance. However, to live in a temple is to live in Vaikuëöha, which is transcendental to all the modes of material nature. This Kåñëa consciousness movement affords one the opportunity to live in the temple of the Lord, which is as good as Vaikuëöha. Consequently a Kåñëa conscious person does not need to go to the forest and artificially try to imitate Mahäräja Påthu or the great sages and munis who used to live in the forest.

Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé, after retiring from his minister's seat in the government, went to Våndävana and lived beneath a tree, like Mahäräja Påthu. Since then, many people have gone to Våndävana to imitate Rüpa Gosvämé's behavior. Instead of advancing in spiritual life, many have fallen into material habits and even in Våndävana have become victims of illicit sex, gambling and intoxication. The Kåñëa consciousness movement has been introduced in the Western countries, but it is not possible for Westerners to go to the forest and practice the severe austerities which were ideally practiced by Påthu Mahäräja or Rüpa Gosvämé. However, Westerners or anyone else can follow in the footsteps of Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura by living in a temple, which is transcendental to residence in a forest, and to vow to accept kåñëa-prasäda and nothing else, follow the regulative principles and chant sixteen rounds daily of the Hare Kåñëa mantra. In this way, one's spiritual life will never be disturbed.

SB 4.23.6

TRANSLATION

Following the principles of forest living and the footsteps of the great sages and munis, Påthu Mahäräja accepted five kinds of heating processes during the summer season, exposed himself to torrents of rain in the rainy season and, in the winter, stood in water up to his neck. He also used to simply lie down on the floor to sleep.

PURPORT

These are some of the austerities executed by the jïänés and yogés, who cannot accept the process of bhakti-yoga. They must undergo such severe types of austerity in order to become purified from material contamination. païca-tapäù refers to five kinds of heating processes. One is enjoined to sit within a circle of fire, with flames blazing from four sides and the sun blazing directly overhead. This is one kind of païca-tapäù recommended for austerity. Similarly, in the rainy season one is enjoined to expose himself to torrents of rain and in winter to sit in cold water up to the neck. As far as bedding is concerned, the ascetic should be content with simply lying on the floor. The purpose for undergoing such severe austerities is to become a devotee of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Kåñëa, as explained in the next verse.

SB 4.23.7

TRANSLATION

Mahäräja Påthu underwent all these severe austerities in order to control his words and his senses, to refrain from discharging his semen and to control the life air within his body. All this he did for the satisfaction of Kåñëa. He had no other purpose.

PURPORT

In Kali-yuga the following is recommended:

harer näma harer näma

harer nämaiva kevalam

kalau nästy eva nästy eva

nästy eva gatir anyathä

 [Cc. Ädi 17.21]

In order to be recognized by Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, one should chant the holy name of the Lord continuously, twenty-four hours a day. Unfortunate persons who cannot accept this formula prefer to execute some type of pseudomeditation, without accepting the other processes of austerity. The fact is, however, that one must accept either the severe method of austerity described above to become purified or take to the process of devotional service recommended for pleasing the Supreme Lord, Kåñëa. The person who is Kåñëa conscious is most intelligent because in Kali-yuga it is not at all possible to undergo such severe austerities. We need only follow great personalities like Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu. In His Çikñäñöaka, Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu wrote, paraà vijayate çré-kåñëa-saìkértanam: all glories to the holy names of Lord Kåñëa, which from the very beginning purify the heart and immediately liberate one. Bhava-mahä-dävägni-nirväpanam. If the real purpose of all yoga is to please Lord Kåñëa, then this simple bhakti-yoga system recommended for this age is sufficient. It is necessary, however, to engage constantly in the service of the Lord. Although Påthu Mahäräja executed his austerities long before the appearance of Lord Kåñëa on this planet, his purpose was still to please Kåñëa.

There are many fools who claim that worship of Kåñëa began only about five thousand years ago, after the appearance of Lord Kåñëa in India, but this is not a fact. Påthu Mahäräja worshiped Kåñëa millions of years ago, for Påthu happened to be a descendant of the family of Mahäräja Dhruva, who reigned for thirty-six thousand years during the Satya-yuga age. Unless his total life-span was one hundred thousand years, how could Dhruva Mahäräja reign over the world for thirty-six thousand years? The point is that Kåñëa worship existed at the beginning of creation and has continued to exist throughout Satya-yuga, Tretä-yuga and Dväpara-yuga, and now it is continuing in Kali-yuga. As stated in Bhagavad-gétä, Kåñëa appears not only in this millennium of Brahmä's life, but in every millennium. Therefore worship of Kåñëa is conducted in all millenniums. It is not that Kåñëa worship began only when Kåñëa appeared on this planet five thousand years ago. This is a foolish conclusion that is not substantiated by Vedic literatures.

Also of significance in this verse are the words ärirädhayiñuù kåñëam acarat tapa uttamam. Mahäräja Påthu underwent severe types of austerities for the express purpose of worshiping Kåñëa. Kåñëa is so kind, especially in this age, that He appears in the transcendental vibration of His holy name. As is said in the Närada-païcarätra, ärädhito yadi haris tapasä tataù kim. If Kåñëa is worshiped, if He is the goal of advancement, there is no need for one to execute severe types of tapasya, because one has already reached his destination. If, after executing all types of tapasya, one cannot reach Kåñëa, all his tapasya has no value, for without Kåñëa all austerity is simply wasted labor. Çrama eva hi kevalam (SB 1.2.8). We should therefore not be discouraged just because we cannot go to the forest and practice severe austerities. Our life is so short that we must strictly adhere to the principles laid down by the Vaiñëava äcäryas and peacefully execute Kåñëa consciousness. There is no need to become despondent. Narottama däsa Öhäkura recommends: änande bala hari, bhaja våndävana, çri-guru-vaiñëava-pade majäiyä mana. For a transcendental, blissful life, chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra, come worship the holy place of Våndävana, and always engage in the service of the Lord, of the spiritual master and of the Vaiñëavas. This Kåñëa consciousness movement is therefore very safe and easy. We have only to execute the order of the Lord and fully surrender unto Him. We have only to execute the order of the spiritual master, preach Kåñëa consciousness and follow in the path of the Vaiñëavas. The spiritual master represents both Lord Kåñëa and the Vaiñëavas; therefore by following the instructions of the spiritual master and by chanting Hare Kåñëa, everything will be all right.

SB 4.23.8

Mahäräja Påthu was devoted to cow protection, spiritual masters and qualified brähmaëas. Påthu Mahäräja was also very humble, meek and gentle, and whenever he performed any philanthropic work or welfare activity for the general public, he would labor exactly as if he were tending to his own personal necessities. In other words, his philanthropic activities were not for the sake of show but were performed out of personal feeling and commitment. All philanthropic activities should be thus performed. 

Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.16.20          Hawaii, January 16, 1974

Pradyumna: "The first-class faithful men are the Vaiñëavas and the brähmaëas, then the kñatriyas, then the vaiçyas, then the çüdras, then the mlecchas, the yavanas, and at last the caëòälas. The degradation of the human instinct begins from the mlecchas..."

Prabhupäda: Caëòälas means the dog-eaters. In the human society, the division of higher class and lower class is determined by the standard of eating. So first-class men, just like brähmaëa, Vaiñëava, they eat very purified prasädam. Their responsibility practically does not depend on them. Because Vaiñëava... Brähmaëa also. 

Without becoming a brähmaëa, nobody can become Vaiñëava. 

So when you speak of Vaiñëava, 

it is to be supposed that he's already brähmaëa. 

Therefore, to bring the neophyte devotees to the perfectional stage, we offer the brähmaëa's sacred thread. But if people, after promising everything, and break their promise, that is very abominable. When they're initiated before the Deity, before the Lord, before the fire, they should not break it. That is most sinful if you break your promise. Otherwise, you should not be coming forward for initiation if you cannot keep your promise.

So the first-class, second-class, third-class, fourth-class men are considered according to the guëa and karma, quality and work. That is described in the Çrémad-SB.., er, Bhagavad-gétä, cätur-varëyaà mayä såñöaà guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù [Bg. 4.13]. 

That is the system, not by force one can become first-class. 

According to the çästra, who is first-class, who is second-class, who is third-class, who is fourth-class, who is fifth-class, that is to be understood. Guëa-karma-vibhägaçaù. So when one becomes above the guëas by devotional service... Guëa means quality. A devotee is on the position of first-class human society because a devotee is engaged in devotional service. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä,

mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa

bhakti-yogena sevate

sa guëän samatétyaitän

brahma-bhüyäya kalpate

 [Bg. 14.26]

"Anyone who is engaged cent percent without any motive in the devotional service of the Lord," mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena [Bg. 14.26], bhakti-yogena, avyabhicäreëa, 

"without any adulteration, such person," mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena sevate, sa guëän... Guëän means these material qualities: goodness, passion and ignorance. These are guëas. Sa guëän samatétya, samatétya, 

"fully transcendental, fully surpassing." Brahma-bhüyäya kalpate: 

"Then that is the stage of self-realization."

So if one is not even on the stage of self-realization, 

how he can teach others? 

That is cheating. That is cheating. 

If one is not a graduate, if he becomes a teacher, 

he is not a teacher; he is a cheater. 

One must be first of all qualified. 

That qualification means one must be above the three qualities of material nature. 

Goodness... 

Even you have to go beyond the quality of goodness. 

In the material world we have made, concocted, "This is good, this is bad." So even taking it... Actually, everything in the material world is bad. Anything. It is simply mental concoction. We are creating, "This is good, this is bad." The... So long one is in the material world, everything is bad. Even the so-called religious practice, that is also bad, in the material world. So therefore, Bhagavad-gétä says, sa guëän samatétya etän: "One has to transcend even the quality of goodness, the so-called goodness."

Actually there is no goodness, 

because here people dress like in the platform of goodness, 

but thinking just like animals. 

That kind of goodness has no value. 

Actually goodness, 

that goodness is sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate [Bg. 14.26], 

when one transcends the qualities of material nature, above the brähmaëa quality. 

Brähmaëa quality is... Suppose... Suppose actually, in comparison to other qualities, that is the first-class quality. Satyaà çamo damas titikñä ärjavam, eh? Jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. When one is situated in these qualities—truthfulness, satyam; çamaù, controlling the senses; damaù, controlling the mind; çamo damas titikñä, tolerant—in spite of all tribulation, tolerant—çamo damas titikñä çaucam, cleanliness. Then jïänam, full knowledge. Full knowledge means "What I am, what is God, what is this material world, what is our relationship." That is called knowledge. And that knowledge, when practically applied in life, that is called vijïänam. Jïänaà vijïänam ästikyam, 

ästikyam, full faith in the çästras  and in God. That is called ästikyam. 

If you have full faith in the revealed scriptures, then you are ästikya. 

Because you cannot manufacture your God, so-called incarnation God. No. You must have full knowledge of God through the authority of revealed scriptures. That is God consciousness. If you give up the injunction of the scripture, revealed scriptures, you consider something as God, that is not God. Or you consider something as religion, that is not religion. Yaù çästra-vidhim utsåjya vartate käma-kärataù, na sa siddhim aväpnoti [Bg. 16.23]. 

If you become aberrant to the injunction of the çästras, then na sukhaà säväpnoti, 

you'll never get happiness. Na sukham, yaù çästra-vidhim utsåjya vartate käma-kärataù, na, na sa siddhim aväpnoti. 

There is no question of siddhi, perfection, 

neither there is question of happiness, na sukhaà na paräà gatim, and 

what to speak of going back home, back to Godhead. 

It is useless.
Therefore we must abide by the sädhu-çästra-guru. (aside:) Ah, what is this sound, is going on now? You can ask somebody to stop. 

Sädhu means saintly person. 

Çästra means revealed scriptures. 

Sädhu, çästra and guru, spiritual master. 

So we must follow the footprints of saintly persons, mahäjano yena gataù sa panthäù [Cc. Madhya 17.186]. 

That is the way. 

We have to follow great superior personalities, just like ñaò-gosvämé. Narottama däsa Öhäkura says, ei chay gosäïi jäìr mui täìr däsa: "I become servant, servant or disciple, of such a person who follows the footprints of the six Gosvämés." 

Otherwise one becomes guru, anyone, just like nowadays they become. 

They are manufacturing guru. Guru is not manufactured. Guru is in the disciplic succession, one who is strictly follows the footsteps of the ñaò-gosvämés. Ei chay gosäïi jäìr. Anyone who is following the footsteps of the gosvämés, Rüpa Gosvämé... Rüpa Gosvämé gives his Upadeçämåta instruction:

väco vegaà manasaù krodha-vegaà

jihvä-vegam udaropastha-vegam

etän vegän yo viñaheta dhéraù

sarväm apémäà påthivéà sa çiñyät

 [NoI 1]

This is the injunction given by Rüpa Gosvämé. Väco vegam. Väco vegam means the force of talking, vegam. What is the meaning, vegam?

Nitäi: Urge.

Prabhupäda: Urge, yes. Just like I am talking some nonsense. That the väco vegam; it has no value. We should fix something which has value. One who can control, it is better not to talk than to talk foolish. So that is the world. All foolish talking or foolish literature, it has no value. So it has to be controlled. That is called controlling the väco vegam. Krodha-vegam. Krodha means anger. So it is also urge. Suppose I am insulted by somebody. Naturally, I'll be angry, but if I can control, "All right, let me... He's a foolish. He has done. Why shall I lose my temper?" That is called controlling krodha-vegam. Väco vegaà krodha-vegam, manasa-vegam, mind. It has got so many urges. Mind is driving practically, "Let us go there, let us go there, let us do this, let us..." Never mind sinful or pious, mind is always dictating and rejecting.

So väco vegaà manasaù krodha-vegam, krodha-vegam, udara-vegam. Udara-vegam is the urge of the belly. "I shall eat this, I shall eat that, I shall eat that." Why? Simply you shall eat bhagavat-prasädam. Prasäde sarva-duùkhänam. Then udara-vegam, and upastha-vegam, the urge of the genital. That is the most important. The jihvä-vegam, jihvä-vegam, udara-vegam, then genital, the straight line. So if one can control the urge of these three things... Tä'ra madhye jihvä ati, lobhamoy sudurmati. Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura says that out of the urges of the tongue and other senses, down to the genital, up... There are many urges: urge of the mind, urge of the anger, urge of the talking, urge of the tongue, then belly, then genital. In this way, we are driven by so many urges. 

So out of that, the strongest enemy is our tongue, is our tongue. 

Jihvä-vegam. If one can control the urges of the tongue then he will be naturally able to stop the urges of the belly and the urges of the genital, three straight line.

So these are to be practiced. Etän vegän yo viñaheta dhéraù: [NoI 1] "One who has become successful in controlling the urges of all these things," påthivéà sa çiñyät, "now he's free to make disciples all over the world." And they're not, that... I cannot control even my tongue and control my genital, and I become spiritual master? This is nonsense. This is nonsense. You learn first of all. Try to control. 

Become first-class controller, dhéraù. 

That is called dhéraù, not disturbed by any urges. 

Etän vegän yo viñaheta dhéraù. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. This word is used, dhéraù. Dhéraù means very sober, fully controlled. That is called dhéraù. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. 

Unless you become dhéraù, you cannot understand what is spiritual life. 

That is not possible. 

Therefore Kåñëa says in the Bhagavad-gétä, tathä dehäntara-präptir dhéras tatra na muhyati [Bg. 2.13]. Dhéras tatra na muhyati.

So you cannot understand even. 

Unless you become a dhéraù, you cannot understand what is spiritual life, 

what is spirit. 

It is not a bogus thing that I manufacture something, concoct something, and do something, 

and I become a leader, I become a spiritual master. This is all nonsense. 

Dhéras tatra na muhyati. The word is dhéraù, and dhéraù is explained in the Kumära-sambhava, that dhéraù, just like Lord Çiva... Lord Çiva lost his wife; she committed suicide before her father. That's in Dakña-yajïa, was learned about Dakña-yajïa. So Lord Çiva was performing yoga practice meditation, and in the meantime, his wife Devé, she took birth as daughter of Himalaya, King of Himalaya, Pärvaté. So the..., there was fight between the demigods and the demons. So there was a plan that "If by the semina of Lord Çiva, one son is born, Kärttikeya, then he'll be able to kill these demons; otherwise, it is very difficult." So Lord Çiva was engaged in meditation after the death of his wife. In the meantime, his wife took birth in the Himalaya. So now he, he has to be induced to unite with this Pärvaté. So there was plan made. The plan made that Pärvaté, young age, beautiful girl, and Lord Çiva is meditating naked, and she was offering worshipable flowers on the genital. Still, he was not disturbed. Young girl touching the genital of a person, but he is not disturbed. That is dhéraù, that is the example of perfection of dhéraù. 

Even in the presence of being agitated, 

one who is not agitated, that is called dhéraù. 

Otherwise, everyone becomes agitated. That is natural. A young boy sees another young man or a young man sees another young girl. Natural sex appetite, natural. But one who can control that, that is dhéraù. That is dhéraù. Dhéras tatra na muhyati. That is yoga practice. That is yoga practice, controlling. "When there will be need, I shall use it."

Just like Kardama Muni. Kardama Muni was given the best, beautiful daughter of King Manu. So she was simply serving, not that immediately coming and sexually inclined. She was... So Kardama Muni saw that "This girl came to me, and I have accepted her as my wife, but she is engaged fully, although she is the prince, the daughter of king, very great king. But I'm not giving her any comfort. She has become lean and thin, skinny, but engaged." So he promised that "I am accepting your daughter, but as soon as she will have some children, then I'll leave her. On this condition, I can accept your daughter." The father came with the daughter, that "My daughter has selected you as the proper husband, please accept her." So he accepted, but he made this condition that "As soon as your daughter will have some children, then I'll leave home. Then I'll accept."

So these are the examples, how to become dhéraù. It is not spiritual consciousness, 

it is not so easy thing that you can go. 

But  by the grace of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, it is being easily distributed. That is the grace of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu. 

But if we misuse it, 

even this facility, 

we do not know what is the aim of life, then we are missing the opportunity. 

So go on reading.

Pradyumna: "The degradation of the human instinct begins from the mlecchas, and the caëòäla state of life is the last word in human degradation. All the above terms mentioned in the Vedic literatures..."

Prabhupäda: This is first-class life, satyaà çamo damas titikñä ärjavaà jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. And the lowest class of life... Practically, nowadays all lowest class of life, the life of a caëòäla, dog-eaters. So this is the description in the çästra. Go on.

Pradyumna: "All the above terms mentioned in the Vedic literatures are never meant for any particular community or birth..."

Prabhupäda: It is not that because one has taken birth in the lowest class family—suppose caëòäla, dog-eaters—it does not mean that he'll have to remain in that position. Just like uneducated persons. It is not that he'll have to remain in that uneducated standard, but he can become educated. He can become educated. That is Kåñëa consciousness movement, that there is no check on any particular person, community, to become God conscious. Became God Himself says, Kåñëa says, mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù. Päpa-yoni, to take birth in lower class of human society, is called päpa-yoni. But Kåñëa says, "Never mind, päpa-yoni.

mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya

ye 'pi syuù päpa-yonayaù

striyo vaiçyäs tathä çüdräs

te 'pi yänti paräà gatim

 [Bg. 9.32]

Formerly, in the Vedic civilization, even women and çüdra, and vaiçya, they were also considered amongst the päpa-yoni, what to speak of others. But Kåñëa says, "Never mind whatever päpa-yoni one may be." Mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya: "If one takes shelter of My devotee," vyapäçritya, "and works under his direction, then..." Vyapa. That is called vyapäçritya. Viçeña rüpeëa äçritya. "Then he also...," te 'pi yänti paräà gatim, "he can also go back to home, back to Godhead." There is no bar.
But one has to purify himself by the purificatory process. That is called saàskära. Saàskäräd bhaved dvijaù. By purificatory process, one becomes purified, and purified means no more sinful life. That is purification. Yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpam. One who is fully freed from sinful activities:

yeñäà tv anta-gataà päpaà

janänäà puëya-karmaëäm

te dvandva-moha-nirmuktä

bhajante mäà dåòha-vratäù

 [Bg. 7.28]

So kåñëa-bhajana is not very difficult. Simply we have to follow the four principles of sinful life: no illicit sex, no gambling, no intoxication, no meat-eating. And chant Hare Kåñëa. And be happy.

Nitäi: (leads chanting, etc.)

pädair nyünaà çocasi maika-pädam

ätmänaà vä våñalair bhokñyamäëam

äho surädén håta-yajïa-bhägän

prajä uta svin maghavaty avarñati

 [SB 1.16.20]

"I have lost my three legs and am now standing on one leg only. Are you lamenting for my state of existence? Or are you in great anxiety because henceforward the unlawful meat-eaters will exploit you? Or are you in a sorry plight because the demigods are now bereft of their share of sacrificial offerings because no sacrifices are being performed at present? Or are you grieving for living beings because of their sufferings due to famine and drought?"

Prabhupäda: These are the symptoms of this Kali-yuga. The first thing is that "I have lost my three legs, now standing on one leg only." At the present moment in the Kali-yuga practically there is no religion. So the bull is the representative of religious ceremony, so he is saying that "Now I have lost my three legs. I am standing, only one leg."

So in the Satya-yuga people were very religious, full, four parts full. In the Dväpara-yuga, then one part was missing, only three parts. Then Tretä-yuga. Satya, Tretä, then Dväpara. But in the Kali-yuga the one part of religiosity, that is also diminishing. This is one of the symptoms. And another symptom: "Or are you in great anxiety because henceforward the unlawful meat-eaters will exploit you?" The unlawful meat-eaters, they will eat cows and bulls. This is predicted in this verse. The Çrémad-Bhägavatam was written five thousand years ago. So at that time the prediction is there that in the Kali-yuga the meat-eaters will be unlawful and they will especially eat cows and bulls.

So what is the unlawful and lawful? Lawful means so those who eat meat under the religious regulation. Just like lawful sex. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said dharma aviruddhaù kämo 'smi. Sex life, which is not illicit, according to the regulative principle of Vedic literature, that kind of sex life, Kåñëa says, "I am that." That means that is pious, that is not sinful. Illicit sex life is sinful, but, I mean to say, marriage, that is also one of the function of religiosity. Just like we perform marriage ceremony under fire sacrifice, mantra. So that is legalized. Similarly, meat-eating also... First of all, the first-class men, second-class men and third-class men, means the brähmaëa, kñatriya and vaiçya, they were not interested in meat-eating. Only the fourth-class men and fifth-class men, they were allowed or they were eating meat. Nobody is allowed. But the first-class, second-class men, they have got sense. They voluntarily give up. But the third-class fourth-class, fifth-class men, they do not. Up to fourth-class, they also abide. From the fifth-class men—they are called païcama—they are very irregular. They don't care for any rules and regulation or any çästra, scripture. They do whatever they like, fifth class.

Morning Walk  November 3, 1975, Bombay

Prabhupäda: ...Kali-yuga, always chant Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare/ Hare Räma, Hare Räma, Räma Räma..., and everything will be clear. Last night Brahmänanda said... [break] ...that "We are sticking to you because we know we have got something from you." Otherwise they are all rich man's sons. They are aristocratic family and industry. Why? I am not bribing them. Now this Mr. Ford has come to me. I have not bribed. He is not to be bribed. [break]

Dr. Patel: Up to three o'clock we are taking rest.

Prabhupäda: No.

Dr. Patel: No.

Prabhupäda: Up to four.

Dr. Patel: If I come at four-thirty, you are there.

Prabhupäda: No. At that time, I shall not be able to... You can come at five. Because after waking up I prepare. Then at five I begin. Let us meet. And Kåñëa says, tathä dehäntara-präptir dhéras tatra na muhyati [Bg. 2.13]. 

So one has to become dhéra. 

If one remains adhéra, 

then he'll never be able to understand the distinction between body and soul.
Dr. Patel: Dhéra means buddhi.

Prabhupäda: Dhéra means sober. Sober, yes. Just like high-court judge. He judges everything very... [break] ...then he gives his judgment.

Indian man (7): Attention.

Prabhupäda: Full attention. And attention means with good intelligence, 

(dog barking) not foolishly. 

(Hindi) That "You are not body. Why you are fighting?" Will they hear? (Hindi) That "My dear dog, you are not this body. Why you are fighting?" He will never understand. Similarly, if a man does not understand, he is no better than the dog.

Dr. Patel: çuni caiva çva-päkeñu paëòitaù sama-darçinaù [Bg. 5.18].

Prabhupäda: Yes. Therefore we like everyone. We do not reject anyone. Dog cannot understand the philosophy. Therefore we call him and give some prasädam. (laughter)

Dr. Patel: So if we take also prasädam, don't... (laughing)

Prabhupäda: Therefore prasäda distribution is one of our program.

Dr. Patel: For?

Prabhupäda: For everyone.

Dr. Patel: (laughs) Sama-darçinaù.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We are not neglectful. "Because he is dog, therefore he should be neglected." No. He should be given.

Indian (8): After all, he is God's creation.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is sama-darçinaù. Sama-darçinaù means that every living being is part and parcel of God. So he is suffering for want of God consciousness, so let us teach something as far as possible. This is our mission. [break] ...dhéras tatra na muhyati. Therefore the human being's first business is how to become dhéra.
Dr. Patel: Dhéra does not exactly mean "sober," but something more than sober.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is only one part of it.

Dr. Patel: So many Sanskrit words cannot have translation into English.

Prabhupäda: Dhéra means one who is not disturbed by this bodily concept of life. He is dhéra because he knows that "I am not this body," even there is some trouble in respect of body. So Kåñëa advised that titikñasva bhärata.

Dr. Patel: Titikñasva.

Prabhupäda: "Even there is some disturbance, tolerate it. Don't be disturbed."

Dr. Patel: Mätra-spärças tu kaunteya, sukha-duùkha-daù [Bg. 2.14].

Prabhupäda: Yes. So long the body is there, in connection with the skin disease, we shall be suffering in so many ways. Just like there was accident. So it does not mean that because there was accident that...

Dr. Patel: But somehow or other, you have very much improved after accident, your health.

Prabhupäda: No, I was eating nicely in Africa. The climate is nice.

Indian (6): Was it?

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Dr. Patel: South Africa is just like, just like, as cold as Europe.

Prabhupäda: Not very cold, but it is cold. Durban. Durban. [ ]

Prabhupäda:In South Africa the Indians are given the far away from the city.

Dr. Patel: They have been very badly segregated. They can't have any business, I hear.

Prabhupäda: They are put into difficulty.

Dr. Patel: They are following Hitler's method of superiority of... They don't understand that Indians are as superior as they are, rather more, ethically.

Prabhupäda: Everyone thinks that he is superior than everyone.

Dr. Patel: No, no. The Aryan race is...

Prabhupäda: That is the disease, material disease. Therefore Caitanya Mahäprabhu has... Tåëäd api sunécena: "You just become..." (end)

Prabhupäda: Parsi, Hindu, Muslim, they will take anyone, provided he teaches you how to love God. Otherwise useless. 

If you don't get the knowledge how to love God, then it is useless waste of time. 

Hare Kåñëa. [break] Every time I would say Hare Kåñëa, some of them were lying and have distributed by sticks. [break] 
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Prabhupäda: No, no, no. That is not the fact. If you are actually spiritually advanced, you don't care for it. Deha småti nähi yär saàsära bandhana kähän tänra. It is just like Raghunätha däsa Gosvämé. He had no spiritual... er, material con... He was eating every alternate day a little quantity of butter. That's all. How he was living in Våndävana? 

So when one is perfectly on the spiritual platform, there is no bodily necessities. 

That is the sign. 

Therefore our civilization is to decrease the bodily necessities, not to increase. 

Control. Control, from the brahmacäré, control, control, control. 

Ultimately completely control. That is perfectional stage. Tyägena. What is that verse?

Dr. Patel: Içäväsyam idaà sarvaà yat kincid jagatyam...
Prabhupäda: No, tapasä brahmacäryena tyägena yamena vä. This is wanted. Tapasa. Beginning. Tapasya means that controlling the senses. That is tapasya. And the tapasya begins...

Dr. Patel: (Sanskrit) ...brahma.
Prabhupäda: Yes. Tapasya means... Beginning is brahmäcärya. Tapasä brahmacäryena. So where is brahmäcärya?
Dr. Patel: Brahman prati äcarati äçä brahmacäré.(?) All the senses. Not only the upasthas, but all the ten senses, including your mind and the discriminating buddhi, all are directed toward serving feet of God, and then he does not... That is real brahmacäré.
Prabhupäda: That, yes. Devotee means brahmacäré. 
Pure devotee means brahmacäré. 
Anyabhilasita-sunyam. He has no other desire. 
That is brahmacäré.

Prahläda Mahäräja said: Hearing and chanting about the transcendental holy name, form, qualities, paraphernalia and pastimes of Lord Viñëu, remembering them, serving the lotus feet of the Lord, offering the Lord respectful worship with sixteen types of paraphernalia, offering prayers to the Lord, becoming His servant, considering the Lord one's best friend, and surrendering everything unto Him (in other words, serving Him with the body, mind and words)—these nine processes are accepted as pure devotional service. One who has dedicated his life to the service of Kåñëa through these nine methods should be understood to be the most learned person, for he has acquired complete knowledge. 

Extract of  Purport

While chanting the holy name of the Lord, one should be careful to avoid ten offenses. From Sanat-kumära it is understood that even if a person is a severe offender in many ways, he is freed from offensive life if he takes shelter of the Lord's holy name. Indeed, even if a human being is no better than a two-legged animal, he will be liberated if he takes shelter of the holy name of the Lord. One should therefore be very careful not to commit offenses at the lotus feet of the Lord's holy name. The offenses are described as follows: (a) to blaspheme a devotee, especially a devotee engaged in broadcasting the glories of the holy name, (b) to consider the name of Lord Çiva or any other demigod to be equally as powerful as the holy name of the Supreme Personality of Godhead (no one is equal to the Supreme Personality of Godhead, nor is anyone superior to Him), (c) to disobey the instructions of the spiritual master, (d) to blaspheme the Vedic literatures and literatures compiled in pursuance of the Vedic literatures, (e) to comment that the glories of the holy name of the Lord are exaggerated, (f) to interpret the holy name in a deviant way, (g) to commit sinful activities on the strength of chanting the holy name, (h) to compare the chanting of the holy name to pious activities, (i) to instruct the glories of the holy name to a person who has no understanding of the chanting of the holy name, (j) not to awaken in transcendental attachment for the chanting of the holy name, even after hearing all these scriptural injunctions.

There is no way to atone for any of these offenses. It is therefore recommended that an offender at the feet of the holy name continue to chant the holy name twenty-four hours a day. Constant chanting of the holy name will make one free of offenses, and then he will gradually be elevated to the transcendental platform on which he can chant the pure holy name and thus become a lover of the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

It is recommended that even if one commits offenses, one should continue chanting the holy name. In other words, the chanting of the holy name makes one offenseless. In the book Näma-kaumudé it is recommended that if one is an offender at the lotus feet of a Vaiñëava, he should submit to that Vaiñëava and be excused; similarly, if one is an offender in chanting the holy name, he should submit to the holy name and thus be freed from his offenses. In this connection there is the following statement, spoken by Dakña to Lord Çiva: "I did not know the glories of your personality, and therefore I committed an offense at your lotus feet in the open assembly. You are so kind, however, that you did not accept my offense. Instead, when I was falling down because of accusing you, you saved me by your merciful glance. You are most great. Kindly excuse me and be satisfied with your own exalted qualities."

One should be very humble and meek to offer one's desires 

and chant prayers composed in glorification of the holy name, such as 

ayi mukta-kulair upäsya mänam and nivåtta-tarñair upagéyamänäd [SB 10.1.4]. 

One should chant such prayers to become free from offenses at the lotus feet of the holy name.

TRANSLATION

Glorification of the Supreme Personality of Godhead is performed in the paramparä system; that is, it is conveyed from spiritual master to disciple. Such glorification is relished by those no longer interested in the false, temporary glorification of this cosmic manifestation. Descriptions of the Lord are the right medicine for the conditioned soul undergoing repeated birth and death. Therefore, who will cease hearing such glorification of the Lord except a butcher or one who is killing his own self?

PURPORT

In India it is the practice among the general populace to hear about Kåñëa, either from Bhagavad-gétä or from Çrémad-Bhägavatam, in order to gain relief from the disease of repeated birth and death. Although India is now fallen, when there is a message that someone will speak about Bhagavad-gétä or Çrémad-Bhägavatam, thousands of people still gather to hear. This verse indicates, however, that such recitation of Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam must be done by persons completely freed from material desires (nivåtta-tarñaiù). Everyone within this material world, beginning from Brahmä down to the insignificant ant, is full of material desires for sense enjoyment, and everyone is busy in sense gratification, but when thus engaged one cannot fully understand the value of kåñëa-kathä, either in the form of Bhagavad-gétä or in Çrémad-Bhägavatam.

If we hear the glories of the Supreme Personality of Godhead from liberated persons, this hearing will certainly free us from the bondage of material activities, but hearing Çrémad-Bhägavatam spoken by a professional reciter cannot actually help us achieve liberation. Kåñëa-kathä is very simple. In Bhagavad-gétä it is said that Kåñëa is the Supreme Personality of Godhead. As He Himself explains, mattaù parataraà nänyat kiïcid asti dhanaïjaya: "O Arjuna, there is no truth superior to Me." (Bg. 7.7) Simply by understanding this fact—that Kåñëa is the Supreme Personality of Godhead—one can become a liberated person. But, especially in this age, because people are interested in hearing Bhagavad-gétä from unscrupulous persons who depart from the simple presentation of Bhagavad-gétä and distort it for their personal satisfaction, they fail to derive the real benefit. There are big scholars, politicians, philosophers and scientists who speak on Bhagavad-gétä in their own polluted way, and people in general hear from them, being uninterested in hearing the glories of the Supreme Personality of Godhead from a devotee. A devotee is one who has no other motive for reciting Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam than to serve the Lord. Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu has therefore advised us to hear the glories of the Lord from a realized person (bhägavata paro diya bhägavata sthane). Unless one is personally a realized soul in the science of Kåñëa consciousness, a neophyte should not approach him to hear about the Lord, for this is strictly forbidden by Çréla Sanätana Gosvämé, who quotes from the Padma Puräëa:

avaiñëava-mukhodgérëaà

pütaà hari-kathämåtam

çravaëaà naiva kartavyaà

sarpocchiñöaà yathä payaù

One should avoid hearing from a person not situated in Vaiñëava behavior. A Vaiñëava is nivåtta-tåñëa; that is, he has no material purpose, for his only purpose is to preach Kåñëa consciousness. So-called scholars, philosophers and politicians exploit the importance of Bhagavad-gétä by distorting its meaning for their own purposes. Therefore this verse warns that kåñëa-kathä should be recited by a person who is nivåtta-tåñëa. Çukadeva Gosvämé epitomizes the proper reciter for Çrémad-Bhägavatam, and Parékñit Mahäräja, who purposefully left his kingdom and family prior to meeting death, epitomizes the person fit to hear it. A qualified reciter of Çrémad-Bhägavatam gives the right medicine (bhavauñadhi) for the conditioned souls. The Kåñëa consciousness movement is therefore trying to train qualified preachers to recite Çrémad-Bhägavatam and Bhagavad-gétä throughout the entire world, so that people in general in all parts of the world may take advantage of this movement and thus be relieved of the threefold miseries of material existence.

The instructions of Bhagavad-gétä and the descriptions of Çrémad-Bhägavatam are so pleasing that almost anyone suffering from the threefold miseries of material existence will desire to hear the glories of the Lord from these books and thus benefit on the path of liberation. 

Two classes of men, however, will never be interested in hearing the message of Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam—

those who are determined to commit suicide and 

those  determined  to kill cows  and other animals 

for the   satisfaction  of their own tongues. 

Although such persons may make a show of hearing Çrémad-Bhägavatam at a Bhägavata-saptäha, this is but another creation of the karmés, who cannot derive any benefit from such a performance. The word paçu-ghnät is important in this connection. paçu-ghna means "butcher." Persons fond of performing ritualistic ceremonies for elevation to the higher planetary systems must offer sacrifices (yajïas) by killing animals. Lord Buddhadeva therefore rejected the authority of the Vedas because his mission was to stop animal sacrifices, which are recommended in Vedic ritualistic ceremonies.

nindasi yajïa-vidher ahaha çruti-jätaà

Even though animal sacrifices are sanctioned in Vedic ceremonies, men who kill animals for such ceremonies are considered butchers. Butchers cannot be interested in Kåñëa consciousness, for they are already materially allured. Their only interest lies in developing comforts for the temporary body.

bhogaiçvarya-prasaktänäà

"In the minds of those who are too attached to sense enjoyment and material opulence, and who are bewildered by such things, the resolute determination of devotional service to the Supreme Lord does not take place." (Bg. 2.44) Çréla Narottama däsa Öhäkura says:

manuñya-janama päiyä,     rädhä-kåñëa nä bhajiyä,

jäniyä çuniyä viña khäinu

Anyone who is not Kåñëa conscious and who therefore does not engage in the service of the Lord is also paçu-ghna, for he is willingly drinking poison. Such a person cannot be interested in kåñëa-kathä because he still has a desire for material sense gratification; he is not nivåtta-tåñëa. As it is said, traivargikäs te puruñä vimukhä hari-medhasaù. Those interested in trivarga—that is, in dharma, artha and käma—are religious for the sake of achieving a material position with which to gain better facilities for sense gratification. Such persons are killing themselves by willingly keeping themselves in the cycle of birth and death. They cannot be interested in Kåñëa consciousness.

For kåñëa-kathä, topics about Kåñëa consciousness, there must be a speaker and a hearer, both of whom can be interested in Kåñëa consciousness if they are no longer interested in material topics. One can actually see how this attitude automatically develops in persons who are Kåñëa conscious. Although the devotees of the Kåñëa consciousness movement are quite young men, they no longer read materialistic newspapers, magazines and so on, for they are no longer interested in such topics (nivåtta-tarñaiù). They completely give up the bodily understanding of life. For topics concerning Uttamaçloka, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, the spiritual master speaks, and the disciple hears with attention. Unless both of them are free from material desires, they cannot be interested in topics of Kåñëa consciousness. The spiritual master and disciple do not need to understand anything more than Kåñëa because simply by understanding Kåñëa and talking about Kåñëa, one becomes a perfectly learned person (yasmin vijïäte sarvam evaà vijïätaà bhavati, Muëòaka Upaniñad 1.3). The Lord sits within everyone's heart, and by the grace of the Lord the devotee receives instructions directly from the Lord Himself, who says in Bhagavad-gétä (15.15):

sarvasya cähaà hådi sanniviñöo

mattaù småtir jïänam apohanaà ca

vedaiç ca sarvair aham eva vedyo

vedänta-kåd veda-vid eva cäham

"I am seated in everyone's heart, and from Me come remembrance, knowledge and forgetfulness. By all the Vedas, I am to be known; indeed, I am the compiler of Vedänta, and I am the knower of the Vedas." Kåñëa consciousness is so exalted that one who is perfectly situated in Kåñëa consciousness, under the direction of the spiritual master, is fully satisfied by reading kåñëa-kathä as found in Çrémad-Bhägavatam, Bhagavad-gétä and similar Vedic literatures. Since merely talking about Kåñëa is so pleasing, we can simply imagine how pleasing it is to render service to Kåñëa.

When discourses on kåñëa-kathä take place between a liberated spiritual master and his disciple, others also sometimes take advantage of hearing these topics and also benefit. These topics are the medicine to stop the repetition of birth and death. The cycle of repeated birth and death, by which one takes on different bodies again and again, is called bhava or bhava-roga. If anyone, willingly or unwillingly, hears kåñëa-kathä, his bhava-roga, the disease of birth and death, will certainly stop. Therefore kåñëa-kathä is called bhavauñadha, the remedy to stop the repetition of birth and death. Karmés, or persons attached to material sense enjoyment, generally cannot give up their material desires, but kåñëa-kathä is such a potent medicine that if one is induced to hear kåñëa-kértana, he will certainly be freed from this disease. A practical example is Dhruva Mahäräja, who at the end of his tapasya was fully satisfied. When the Lord wanted to give Dhruva a benediction, Dhruva refused it. Svämin kåtärtho'smi varaà na yäce [Cc. Madhya 22.42]. "My dear Lord," he said, "I am fully satisfied. I do not ask for any benediction for material sense gratification." We actually see that even young boys and girls in the Kåñëa consciousness movement have given up their long practice of bad habits like illicit sex, meat-eating, intoxication and gambling. Because Kåñëa consciousness is so potent that it gives them full satisfaction, they are no longer interested in material sense gratification.

Morning Walk                       September 6, 1975, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: Brahmäcarya. Brahmäcarya means completely cessation from sex life. This is brahmäcarya. Tapasya begins, austerity. This is the greatest austerity, to cease sex. Tapasa brahmäcarya. Our Vedic civilization, the boys are trained how to become brahmacäré from the very beginning of life.

Indian: (Hindi)

Prabhupäda: Ha. [break] ... putrakä yena çuddhyet sattva. Our existentional position should be purified. How? Tapo, by tapasya. Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyet sattva [SB 5.5.1]. "And we are enjoying life. Why we should undergo tapasya?" And you are enjoying, but you are not enjoying; you are suffering. Even if you think you are enjoying, there are so many sufferings. That the foolish people, they do not know. Just like a healthy man, he thinks, "I am enjoying," but he does not see that even he is now healthy, he will be an old man, he will be attacked with disease, he will die, and still he thinks, "I am healthy." Janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi-duùkha-doñänudarçanam [Bg. 13.9]. Therefore the intelligent man will see that "Where is my enjoyment if I am going to die? I don't want to die, but I am going to die." That is sure, as sure as anything. And still the rascal will think that "I am happy." He will become old man, he will be attacked with disease, and still he is thinking that he is happy. Apart from this, there are so many other sufferings, but he thinks that he is happy. And that happiness is centered around sex. That's all. Yan maithunadi-gåhamedhi-sukhaà hi tuccham [SB 7.9.45]. Their only happiness is sex. Therefore in the Western countries they are simply trying to increase the sex enjoyment. That's all. Is it not?

Devotees: Yes.

Prabhupäda: The whole civilization is based on how to enjoy sex very nicely. This is their basic principle of civilization.

Brahmänanda: Always on the best-seller charts of the books there is always some book about how to enjoy sex.

Prabhupäda: Just see. There are books here also, Käma-çästra. So sex enjoyment also you cannot enjoy unlimitedly. Then you will become impotent. Then you will have to call your wife as "mother," as some saintly person did. He was indulging in sex in his young age, and when he was married he saw himself impotent, and therefore he invented some way that "I have realized Brahman. I can call my wife also 'mother.' " And he became famous—"Oh, he is so advanced. He has learned how to..." But in the history we will not find this. Even Vyäsadeva had his wife, but he never said his wife, "mother."

Brahmänanda: Actually you're supposed to see other women as mother.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Brahmänanda: But not one's own wife.

Prabhupäda: No. Para-däreñu. Mätravat para-dareñu. That is the injunction of the çäs... Other's wife. Not that "Oh, my wife is also my mother." Just see. This lunacy is going on, and this lunatic man is taken as incarnation of God. This is going on. This homosex propaganda is another side of impotency. So that is natural. If you enjoy too much, then you become impotent.

Brahmänanda: They are trying to make that more and more accepted in America, homosex.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The churches accept. It is already law.

Nitäi: This women's liberation movement, the leaders are also homosexual. They're lesbians.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Just see. Hare Kåñëa. The whole world is on the verge of ruination. Kali-yuga. [break]

Brahmänanda: ...become ruined. The world is on the verge of ruination, but it doesn't become ruined; so therefore they think, "Oh, it doesn't matter. We can go on."

Prabhupäda: They do not know what is the meaning of ruination. [break] ...so many problems. Still it is not on the verge of ruination?

Brahmänanda: It's on the verge.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. But why you are very much disturbed with so many problems?

Dhanaïjaya : They always take the brighter side.

Prabhupäda: No. They are discussing, "There will be no more petrol. There will be no more this, no more that."

Brahmänanda: So they are thinking, "Well, then we'll get the sun power. Then we'll get this and we'll get that."

Prabhupäda: Well, that is the problem. It is not that "Theoretically here is a problem. I will solve it like this. I'll..." That is not solution of problem. Problem is there. When you actually make solution, then... This is madness, theorizing, "We shall solve the problem like this." They are wasting public money in so many ways. [break] They do not know what is real problem. The real problem is presented by Kåñëa: janma-måtyu-jarä-vyädhi [Bg. 13.9]. That they do not care, although they do not want it. That's a fact. It is a problem because they do not want it. But they do not take it as serious problem. This is foolishness.

Brahmänanda: President Ford, he was almost killed.

Prabhupäda: Äcchä? What about?

Brahmänanda: Some woman... He was mingling in the crowd for the election, and some woman came up to him. She was two feet away from him, and she took out of her purse a loaded pistol, and she was to go like this, and then she was...

Prabhupäda: Captured.

Brahmänanda: Yes.

Nayanäbhiräma: He was going to shake her hand.

Prabhupäda: Just see.

Brahmänanda: So the president said, "Oh, this is simply a distraction." He was trying to say it wasn't important.

Prabhupäda: What was the cause?

Brahmänanda: She is a member of a group, a fanatical group in California. I don't know what... The Manson group? Charles Manson? Who is that group? This man killed about six people.

Prabhupäda: Prominent.

Brahmänanda: And I think this man has many wives. He has about two dozen wives. These are all his wives. He's in jail now. Life sentence. [break]

Prabhupäda: There is no problem.

Brahmänanda: Yes. He was saying, "Oh, it's just a distraction." [break]

Prabhupäda: ...the President's life is not safe, and there is no problem. What to speak of others.

Dhanaïjaya: An intelligent man will go completely insane because he can't solve the problems...

Prabhupäda: The solution is there.

Dhanaïjaya: ...without referring to the Vedic philosophy.

Prabhupäda: The solution is there. Take it. Take Kåñëa consciousness.

Dhanaïjaya: They're so much implicated by sex life.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Gradually they'll become ... understand that this is not good. Therefore gåhastha äçrama is allowed under rules and regulation. The purpose is to restrict sex life.

S.B. 5.3.17 The word avitatha-gérbhiù means "they whose spoken vibrations cannot be nullified." The brähmaëas (dvija, the twice-born), are given a chance by the çästric regulations to become almost as powerful as the Supreme Lord.

(aside:) Why not sit comfortably? Please. There is ample space in the front. You can move. So Govinda, aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti. Aìgäni, aìgäni means the limbs of the body. Just like hands, legs, ear, nose, they're different parts of our body. The distinction between this material body and spiritual body is that just like this hand is made for particular purpose—you can pick up something, you can touch something, but you cannot taste something. If you want to taste something, then the hand will bring that food to your mouth and will touch your tongue. Then you can know that it is bitter or sweet. But simply by touching the hand it is not possible to understand what is the nature of that particular... Therefore God's body is described here that aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti. Each and every part of the body has got the capacity for other parts of the body. Just like if you want to eat, we have to taste it through the tongue, through the mouth, but Kåñëa, or God, if He simply sees only, He can eat, simply by seeing. This is spiritual body. Aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti, paçyanti pänti kalayanti ciraà jaganti [Bs. 5.32]. In another sense, this whole cosmic manifestation is also the body of God; therefore you cannot hide anything from God's vision. In the Brahma..., the same Brahma-saàhitä, it is said that yac-cakñur eña savitä sakala-grahäëäm. Savitä. Savitä means the sun, the sun-god, or the sun planet, is the eye, one eye of God. And the other eye is the moon. So He can see all things, what is happening within this universe—in daytime with His eye called the sun, and at night with moon. And in the Bhagavad-gétä it is confirmed. Kåñëa says, prabhäsmi çaçi-süryayoù. Prabhäsmi çaçi-süryayoù: "I am the sunshine and the moonshine." So people who deny existence of God, they say that "Can you show me God?" You are seeing God. Why you are denying? God says that "I am the sunshine. I am the moonshine." And who has not seen the sunshine and moonshine? Everyone has seen. As soon as there is morning, there is sunshine. So if sunshine is God, then you have seen God. Why do you deny? You cannot deny. Kåñëa says, raso 'ham apsu kaunteya: [Bg. 7.8] "I am the taste of the water." So who has not tasted water? We are drinking, daily, gallons of water. We are thirsty, and the good taste which quench our thirst, that is Kåñëa.

So you have to see God, or Kåñëa, in this way. Then you'll advance, make advance. This is Kåñëa consciousness. We have to see in everything, Kåñëa. As soon as we see living entity... Never mind whether he's a human being or animal or insect or bird or plant or aquatic; they're all living entities. In the sea, there are nine hundred thousand species of living entities. Jalajä nava-lakñäëi. These are the statements in the Vedic scriptures. Exactly stated: jalajä nava-lakñäëi. It does not say ten hundred thousand; it says nine hundred thousand. Exact calculation. Now bring any biologist to calculate how many species are there in the water. They cannot say. But here, in the Padma Puräëa, Vedic literature, you get exact information how many species of living entities are there within the water. Everyone knows that there are living entities, full of living entities. We are catching fish, but small fishes. We have not seen. Even if we have seen the biggest fish, that is, whale... Sometimes they are as big as one big ship. But there are other fishes, we get information, they are called timiìgila. The big fish, the whale fish, and timiìgila means there is another big fish which swallows this timiìgila, this whale just like anything. These informations are there. And in Calcutta Museum, in our childhood—it may be still existing—we saw one skeleton of a fish that is bigger than this room, a skeleton. It is hanging on the ceiling. So there are very, very big, big fishes. Jalajä nava-lakñäëi. You get immediately information, without being a biologist, scientist, you can get information. The Darwin's theory, in most perfection, there is in the Padma Puräëa: jéva-jatiñu. The evolutionary theory is there. But Darwin is missing the real point: Who is, who is evolving? He's missing the spirit soul. He cannot explain. That is imperfect.

But in the Vedic scripture you have got perfect knowledge, how a living entity is developing different types of body. Jalajä nava-lakñäëi. First of all, nine lakhs' species of living entities within water. In the water, the living seeds are there. The other day I was showing our other devotees how from the stone the grass is coming. There is a crack in the stone, and the grass is coming out. How it is? Nobody has gone to put some seeds within the cracking of the stone. How the grass is coming? The grass is coming because the water penetrates within the crack, and as soon as it gets in touch with the earth, it sprouts. That means within water there are seeds of living entities. Some of them fall down from the higher planetary system. That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä: kñine puëye martya-lokaà viçanti [Bg. 9.21]. As soon as their period of enjoyment is finished, they are again brought down on this earthly planet. Just like in your country the immigration—every country—the immigration department, if somebody has come, he has got a visa for six months or one year, or something like that. As soon as it is finished, immediately the immigration department notifies: "Please get out. Please get out." Similarly, in other planets also, there are higher planetary systems where material comforts are many thousand times better than in your USA. Your United States is considered to have the best facilities, comfortable materialistic way of life. That is the calculation outside. So supposing that you have got the best facilities for material enjoyment. In higher planetary system there are many thousand times better facilities. You can go there. The living entities are therefore called sarva-gataù. A living entity can go anywhere he likes, but he requires qualification. Any country, when one is admitted, he must have visa, he must have passport, he must have required money to stay in a foreign country. So many rules and regulations are there. Similarly, in the higher planetary system also, where you get ten thousand years of duration of life, and their one year is far, far greater than ours. That is scientific.

So these, this material world is also the viräö-rüpa, universal form, of the Lord. Aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti [Bs. 5.32]. I'm just trying to explain what is the body of the Supreme Lord. Just like in the Bhagavad-gétä, Arjuna was shown the viräö-rüpa, the universal form of the Lord. Now why Arjuna wanted to see the universal form of Kåñëa? The reason is that Arjuna knew it very well... Because in the Tenth chapter Arjuna accepts Kåñëa that paraà brahma paraà dhäma pavitraà paramaà bhavän: [Bg. 10.12] "You are the Supreme Lord, paraà brahma, and pavitra, the purest." So Kåñëa..., Arjuna knew that Kåñëa is the Supreme Lord, and still, in the Eleventh Chapter he requested Kåñëa that "If You'll kindly show me Your universal form." Try to understand. Arjuna knew it very well that Kåñëa is the Supreme Lord. Why he wanted to examine Kåñëa? Not for himself, but for others. Because Arjuna knew it very well that in future so many false Gods would appear: "I am God." So before accepting anyone as God, imitating Kåñëa, one should inquire from him "Whether you can lift a hill? Whether you can show the universal form? Whether you can kill such and such demons? Then I shall accept." That is intelligence. Don't accept a foolish man, declaring himself as God, and you accept also God. God is not so cheap. You should know what is God. These descriptions are there. No more, no man, no living entity is greater than God. Therefore God is said: "God is great." Great means nobody can be greater than Him, nobody can be equal to Him. That is greatness. Six opulences. That is analytical study what is God.

So these things are being taught from authoritative scripture and..., what is God, what is our relationship with Him, and what is our function in that relationship. We should know it. Unless we try to know it, simply we waste our time in frivolous activities, that is not proper utilization of human form of life. We are simply requesting people that "You don't waste your valuable time." Our time is so valuable. It has been calculated by Cäëakya Paëòita. Cäëakya Paëòita was a great politician, prime minister, in India, about three thousand years ago, when Candragupta was the emperor. It was about contemporary to Alexander the Great in the Greek history. So Cäëakya Paëòita was there. He was a great diplomat. He has calculated the value of our life. He says... It is very practical. Anyone can calculate.

äyuñaù kñaëa eko 'pi

na labhya svarëa-koöibhiù

na cet nirarthakaà (nétiù)

kä ca hänis tato 'dhikä

He says, äyuñaù kñaëa. Even one moment of your life cannot be returned even you spend millions of dollars. One of our friends in India, he was at that time fifty-four years old, but he was dying. So he was requesting the doctor, "Doctor, kindly give some medicine so that I may live for another four years. I have got so many things to do." Just see, the crazy fellow. You see. This is called ignorance. He does not know that "What to call..., what to say of four years, the doctor cannot give me four minutes prolongation of life." When the life is ended, it is ended. Nobody can... Any medicine, any physical, physiological treatment will not help. That is not possible. You have got a duration of life, say, fifty years, sixty years, seventy years—a hundred years, utmost. You cannot increase it by paying money. What to speak of four years; you cannot increase four seconds. So just try to understand how much our life is valuable. A second of our life we cannot purchase by paying millions of dollars. And if that second is wasted without any utilization, then how much money we are losing. This is the calculation.

So our, this Kåñëa consciousness movement is only to remind people that "Please do not waste your time, valuable time, life. Utilize it. This is the opportunity to make a solution of all the problems of life." There is means, there are ways, how to do it. That we are describing. Yesterday we discussed tapasä, by austerity; brahmacaryeëa, by celibacy; çamena, by controlling the mind; damena, by controlling the senses; tyägena, by giving in charity your money. That is called tyäga. Suppose you have got millions of dollars. Don't keep it. So long it is within your jurisdiction, spend it for Kåñëa. Yes. That is the proper utilization. Because actually the money is not yours, because you cannot carry this money with your death. As soon as you quit this body, or death, so your money and everything, what you collected with this body, with the finishing of this body, everything is finished. But you go. You are spirit soul. You transmigrate to another body. So your money which you earned previously, in your previous body, that you do not know where it is kept, or how it is being spent up. During your lifetime, you may make very nice deed, how the money should be spent by your sons or by your heirs, but now, suppose you left in your last life ten thousand millions of dollars somewhere, but you have nothing, no claim for that money. Therefore so long it is in your hand, spend it. Tyägena, tyägena. Spend for good purpose, not for... This money, if you spend for bad purposes, then you become entangled. If you spend for good purposes, then you get good return. That's a fact.

These things are very nicely, clearly stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. This dhana, charity—the Bhagavad-gétä says there are three kinds of charities. One charity is in the mode of goodness, one charity is in the mode of passion, and one charity is in the mode of ignorance. So mode of goodness charity means you should know where charity is to be given. Dätavyam: here charity is to be given. So where charity is given? First-class charity, in goodness? That is stated in the Bhagavad-gétä. Kåñëa says, yad karoñi yad açnäsi yat tapasyasi dadäsi yat, tat kuruñva mad-arpaëam: [Bg. 9.27] "Whatever you are eating, whatever you are undergoing, austerity, whatever you are doing, whatever you are giving in charity, give it to Me." Kåñëa's not in want of money, because He's the original proprietor of everything, éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]. But still He's asking from you money. Just like Kåñëa went to beg something from Bali Mahäräja in the shape of a Vämana, a dwarf brähmaëa. So He is the sarva-loka-maheçvaram [Bg. 5.29]. He's the proprietor of all the planets. And still He's saying that dadäsi yat kuruñva mad-arpaëam: "Whatever you are giving in charity, please give it to Me." Why? It is for your interest, because the sooner you return Kåñëa's money to Kåñëa, you are better situated. In, in, of course, it will not be very palatable to hear, but actually we are all thieves. We have stolen God's property. That is material life. Anyone who has got anything without sense of God, it is to be understood that he has stolen the property. If you very cool-headed think over this matter, that you are... If we do not understand God, if we do not understand whose property we are using, and if you come to the real knowledge: without Kåñëa consciousness, whatever we possess, that is stolen property, stolen property... Stena eva saù ucyate [Bg. 3.12]. It is clearly said in the Bhagavad-gétä. If one does not expend his money for yajïa, then he is to be understood... Just like there is many, many instances... Just like you have earned so much money. If you hide income tax, then you are criminal. You can say, "I have earned money. Why shall I pay income tax, government?" No. You must pay. And there is a limit, that if you have earned so much money, practically the whole money will be taken as income tax, super tax. So as everything you earn, it is the property of the government, similarly, why not everything, whatever you got, it is Kåñëa's or God's? Is it very difficult to understand? Actually it is so. Suppose you have constructed a very nice building. So the building requires so many stone, wood, earth. Wherefrom you have got it? You have not produced the wood. It is God's property. You have not produced the metal; you have taken it from the mine. That is God's property. The earth, also, the bricks also, which you have made you have simply given your labor. That labor is also God's property, because you work with your hand, but it is not your hand; it is God's hand. If it is your hand, then when it is paralyzed, you cannot use it. When the power of using your energy of the hand is withdrawn by God, you cannot work.

So these are the things to be studied in Kåñëa consciousness. Don't be frivolous. Don’t waste your time. This is the greatest opportunity, human form of life. We have to understand all these things. They are mentioned in the authoritative books, Vedic knowledge. Just we are reading, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, before you. So Çukadeva Gosvämé's recommending that präyaçcittaà vimarçanam. Real atonement is to be thoughtful, sober, think over... That is called meditation. You think over whether your body, or if you are something else, transcendental to body, what is God. So if you want to know all this knowledge, then you have to practice austerity, tapasya. And the beginning of tapasya is brahmacarya. I've explained yesterday: brahmacarya, celibacy, or restricted sex life. Not unrestricted. That's not good. Then you forget yourself. This material attraction is sex life. Not only human society—in animal society, in bird society, everywhere. You have seen the sparrows, the pigeons, they're having sex life three hundred times daily, you see, although they are very vegetarian. Yes. And the lion is not vegetarian, but it has got sex life only once in a year. So it is not the question of vegetarian or nonvegetarian. It is the question of understanding higher standard of knowledge. When one comes to the standard of high elevated knowledge, naturally he becomes vegetarian. Because paëòitäù sama-darçinaù [Bg. 5.18]. Paëòita means one who is very highly learned, paëòita. Sama-darçinaù. Sama-darçinaù means he does not distinguish between a man, learned man...

vidyä-vinaya-sampanne

A paëòita is sama-darçé. He sees equally, who? A very learned scholar, brähmaëa; and a elephant; and a dog; and a cow. How he's sama-darçé? How his vision is equal to all of them? Because he does not see the body; he sees the soul. Brahma-bhütaù. He sees the Brahman, spark, that "Here is a dog, but it is also a living entity. By his past karma, he has become a dog. And here is a learned scholar. He's also living spark. But he has got this nice opportunity for his past karma." So he does not see the body. He sees the spirit soul, spark. So when one comes to that position, he does not make any distinction between this living entity to that living entity.

So our proposition: If you inquire, "Then why you restrict, "No meat-eating'?" The answer is that actually we do not make any distinction between the meat-eaters and the vegetable eaters, because the cow or the goat or the lamb has got life, and the grass, it has also got life. But we follow the Vedic instruction. What is that? Now, éçäväsyam idaà sarvaà yat kiïcit jagatyäà jagat, tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä: [Éço mantra 1] everything is the property of the Supreme Lord, and you can enjoy whatever is allotted to you. Mä gådhaù kasya svid dhanam. You cannot touch others' body, others' property. You cannot touch. That is Vedic life. So in all scriptures it is stated that man should live on fruits and vegetables. Their teeth are made in that way. They can eat very easily and digest. Although jévo jévasya jévanam: one has to live by eating another living entity. Jévo jévasya... That is nature's law. So the vegetarian also eating another living entity. And the meat-eater, they're also eating another... But there is discretion. Discretion means that these things are made for human being. Just like fruits, flowers, vegetables, rice, grains, milk—the animals do not come to claim that "I shall eat this." No. It is meant for man. Just like milk. Milk is an animal product. It is the blood of the cow changed only. But the milk is not drunk by the cow. She is delivering the milk, but she's not taking, because it is not allotted for it. By nature's way. So you have to take. Milk is made for man, so you take the milk. Let her live and supply you milk continually. Why should you kill? Follow nature's law. Then you'll be happy. Tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä [Éço mantra 1]. Whatever is allotted to you, take. You live comfortably. So our, in temple, in this temple, we take fruits, flowers, milk because they're allotted, and Kåñëa says: patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati [Bg. 9.26]. Kåñëa does not say that "You give Me meat." Kåñëa says, "You give Me fruits, flowers, vegetables, milk." So we prepare nice preparations out of these things, we offer it to Kåñëa, and we take it. If Kåñëa would have said that "Give Me eggs and meat," then we would have given and eaten it. But because we are Kåñëa conscious, we do not take anything which is not accepted by Kåñëa.

So in this way, this is called çama dama. We have to learn this art of elevation. Tapasya. That is called austerity, regulative principle; brahmacaryeëa, by celibacy, or by restricted sex life; çamena, by controlling the mind; damena, by controlling the senses; tyägena, by giving charity. The charity... Charitable disposition of mind is there in everyone's heart, but one does not know how to make the best use of charity. Best use of... Not only charity—whatever you spend, you must spend for Kåñëa. That is the best way of spending. You are not loser. Just like you are spending for Kåñëa, earning for Kåñëa. Suppose we are offering nice dishes to Kåñëa. Kåñëa is so kind. He keeps it as it is: you eat. It is for you. But simply by offering to Kåñëa you become Kåñëa's devotee. That's all. For nothing. You don't spend anything, not a farthing even. Everything is Kåñëa's, but if you offer it to Kåñëa, you elevate. That's all.

Prabhupäda: Man is made after God. We are imitation of Kåñëa. Kåñëa is not imitation of us. The atheist class, they think that "They have painted a form of God according to one's own feature of the body." What is called? Anthropomorphism. But that is not the fact. Here in this material world we are getting different types of forms of body, 8,400,000's. When we get this human form of body, it is just imitation of Kåñëa's body. Kåñëa has got two hands; we have got two hands. Kåñëa has got two legs; we have got two legs. But the difference of this body and Kåñëa's body is stated in this verse: aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti [Bs. 5.32]. Here, with our hands, we can catch something but we cannot walk. But Kåñëa can walk with His hands. Or with our legs we can simply walk, but we cannot catch something. But Kåñëa can catch also. With our eyes we can see, but we cannot eat. But Kåñëa can see with His eyes and eat also and hear also. That is the explanation of this verse. Aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti: [Bs. 5.32] "Each and every limb has got the function of the other limbs." That is called Absolute. He is not dependent. He is not dependent. Just like if we have lost our sight, we become dependent; no more we can see. But Kåñëa can see with His hand, with His leg. Try to understand. Therefore He is Absolute. This is the meaning of Absolute. Everything is complete. Pürëam adaù. Pürëa means complete. So atheist will say that "You offer foodstuff. Where Kåñëa eats? The foodstuff is still there." But they do not know that simply by seeing, Kåñëa can eat. And because He is complete, He eats and again keeps the thing complete. Pürëasya pürëam ädäya pürëam evävaçiñyate [Iso Invocation]. He can take everything complete, again it remains complete. Just like when we take food, we finish it. No more. But Kåñëa can eat; at the same time, the things may remain as it is. Otherwise where is the difference between ourself and Kåñëa? That is the difference.

Why it is so? Änanda-cinmaya-sad-ujjvala-vigrahasya. Vigraha, His form is not like our form. When in the Vedas it is stated, "formless," that means His form is not like our form—not that He is formless. The form is of different quality.

These are possible when the body is made of änanda-cinmaya-rasa. This body is material. It is not änanda-cinmaya-rasa. The material body is different from the spiritual body. That they do not know. So when the Vedas says niräkära, "formless," that means He has no material form; He has got spiritual form. That spiritual form means full of bliss, änanda. Änandamayo 'bhyäsät (Vedänta-sütra 1.1.12). Vedänta-sütra. By nature änandamaya. There is nothing niränanda. That is spiritual world, always full of bliss, full of knowledge, and eternity. That is spiritual. You live eternally and full of knowledge. Here so many things we do not know. It is full of ignorance, this body, and full of miseries. Moment after moment, we are, due to this body, we are always in miserable condition, threefold miseries-adhyätmika, adhibhautika... So people do not try to understand this philosophy, but in the Vedic literature, each and every line, there is philosophy. Änanda-cinmaya-rasa-pratibhävitä.

So this is understanding of Kåñëa. When Kåñëa says that janma karma me divyam [Bg. 4.9], "My appearance, disappearance, and activities, they are all transcendental," so how it is transcendental? Because His body is different from us. The bodily limbs are different from us. The activities of the body are different from us. And because He is full with all potency, in spite of all these transcendental qualities, He can present Himself as one of us. And those who are rascals, they think that "Kåñëa is like us." Because He presents Himself as one of us by His omnipotency, the fools take him as one of us. Avajänanti mäà müòhä [Bg. 9.11]. Muòùä means rascals, foolish people. Paraà bhävam ajänantaù: "They do not know the transcendental nature of Me." This is transcendental nature, aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti. This is explained by Brahmä. Brahma-saàhitä means... Brahmä is the first living creature appeared in this universe, and after his realization, he is offering prayer. Realization means you should write, every one of you, what is your realization. What for this Back to Godhead is? You write your realization, what you have realized about Kåñëa. That is required. It is not passive. Always you should be active. Whenever you find time, you write. Never mind, two lines, four lines, but you write your realization. Çravaëaà kértanam, writing or offering prayers, glories. This is one of the function of the Vaiñëava. You are hearing, but you have to write also. Then write means smaraëam, remembering what you have heard from your spiritual master, from the scripture. Çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù: [SB 7.5.23] about Viñëu, not for others. Don't write any nonsense thing for any nonsense man. Useless waste of time. Viñëu. Write about Viñëu, Kåñëa. This is cultivation of Kåñëa consciousness. Hear, write, remember, try to understand. Don't be dull, dull-headed. Very intelligent. Without being very intelligent, nobody can have full Kåñëa consciousness. It is for the most intelligent man. So that intelligence will come if you try to understand Kåñëa. We have got so many books. Always try to understand Kåñëa. Then you are liberated. Simply by... You cannot understand Kåñëa in full. He is unlimited; our knowledge is limited. But as far as you can, try to understand Kåñëa. These are the items.

Aìgäni yasya sakalendriya-våtti-manti [Bs. 5.32]. Veëuà kvaëantam aravinda-daläyatäkñam [Bs. 5.30]. He is engaged in playing on flute. It is not artists' painting that Kåñëa is painted as a very nice, beautiful young boy and He has got a flute. No. These are Vedic statement.

So advaita. Advaita means without duality. Advaita acyuta, Kåñëa and Kåñëa's expansion. Kåñëa's expansion: Baladeva, Saìkarñaëa, Aniruddha, Pradyumna. Then Näräyaëa, then Mahä-Viñëu, Käraëodakaçäyé Viñëu-innumerable expansions. Advaitam acyutam anädim ananta-rüpam [Bs. 5.33]. Each and every form, Kåñëa's, they are without any duality. Just like I and my photograph, that is my expansion, but it is not one; it is dual. What service you can take from me, you cannot take the service from the photograph. Therefore it is not advaita; it is dvaita, duality. You may have millions of photographs, but each one of them, they're different. But Kåñëa, He has got millions of forms, they're one. That is the difference. Advaitam acyutam. Acyutam means one who does not fall down. Because he has expanded in so many forms, it does not mean the potency of Kåñëa has decreased. The same thing you chant in the Éçopaniñad: pürëasya pürëam ädäya pürëam evävaçiñyate [Iso Invocation]. Kåñëa is so full, pürëa. Pürëa means complete. If you take complete Kåñëa from Kåñëa, still, He is Kåñëa. That you cannot understand in the materialistic condition, because if I have got one rupee or one dollar, if I take that one dollar, then it becomes zero. But Kåñëa is so complete you go on taking Kåñëa, Kåñëa, Kåñëa, Kåñëa, still, Kåñëa is complete. Advaita acyuta. Acyuta means does not diminish or does not fall.

Advaitam acyutam anädi. Anädi means which has no beginning. Because we have got this material body we have got a beginning. You may ask somebody, "What is your birthday?" That means beginning. Anything material, it has got a beginning and end. Anything which has got beginning has got end also, and change also. So Kåñëa has no beginning, there is no end, and there is no change. Try to understand. Advaitam acyutam anädim ananta-rüpam [Bs. 5.33]. Ananta means unlimited. Unlimited forms, Kåñëa. Advaitam acyutam anädim ananta-rüpam ädyaà puräëa-puruñam. He's the original, oldest person. Because ädyaà, original. Just like if you find out in your family who is the original man, so as far as you can count, you go a hundred years, two hundred years back, find out who is the origin of your family members, so that man must be Puräëa. Puräëa means very old. Kåñëa, being the original person, ädi-puruñam... Govindam ädi-puruñaà. Ädi means original. So you do not think that he might have become very, very old. Because our material conception... Sometimes we paint picture: "God is the original person. Then He must be very old. He must have grown so much white, gray hairs." No. The Vedic knowledge says, advaitam acyutam anädim ananta-rüpam ädyaà puräëa-puruñam [Bs. 5.33]. The oldest man, but nava-yauvanaà ca, always just like a young man, sixteen to twenty years old. That is called nava-yauvana. When a man or woman comes to sixteen years, that is the beginning of youthful life. So sixteen to twenty years, this is very nice—in full energy. And that is the time for growth, intelligence. Unfortunately, we spoil this period, so we become less intelligent, life becomes shorter. If we spoil this period, then our life will be shortened. And if we keep this period complete celibacy, brahmacäré, then you can live up to hundred years. So this period is very nice. It is called nava-yauvana, just new youthful life. So Kåñëa you'll find all new, always new youthful. You'll never find Kåñëa's picture as old. Nava-yauvanaà ca.

Then again, it is said, vedeñu durlabha. (aside:) What is that sound? Vedeñu durlabham. Vede means in the Vedic literature, if you make research work how Kåñëa is, then it will be very difficult. Then you come to the impersonal only. Vedeñu durlabham. You have to go beyond the Vedas. What is that? Vedeñu durlabham adurlabham ätma-bhaktau [Bs. 5.33]. Kåñëa is available through His confidential devotee. Not that if anyone has studied very nicely all Vedic literatures he'll understand Kåñëa. No. Maybe, but it is very difficult. Kåñëa can be delivered by His devotee, ätma-bhaktau. Therefore you have to take shelter of Kåñëa's devotee. That is paramparä system. If you want to understand Kåñëa, if you want to have Kåñëa... Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura has sung a very nice song. He's praying to a Vaiñëava, vaiñëava öhäkura tomära kukkura bhuliyä jänaha more: "Sir, Vaiñëava, you are Öhäkura. You are as good as Kåñëa, or God. Kindly accept me as your dog." Vaiñëava öhäkura tomära kukkura bhuliyä jäna... Kukkura means dog. Just like dog follows the master very faithfully. We have to learn something from the dog. The dog also is a teacher: how to become faithful to the master. That teaching we can have even from the dog. He is very satisfied. Whatever food you give, he'll not protest. Still, he'll remain faithful. There are so many good qualifications of a dog. So therefore Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura says, vaiñëava öhäkura tomära kukkura bhuliyä jänaha more: "Kindly accept me as your dog. I shall serve you faithfully." Why? Room Conversation                October 21, 1977, Våndävana

Prabhupäda: We restrict the tongue practicing. Anything can be done by practice. So if we take kåñëa-prasädam, the tongue is restricted, locked to some limited... Then our all other senses become controlled. And spiritual life means sense control. We are not going to kill the senses. The yogis, they artificially want to stop the activities of the senses, but that is not possible. Senses are there. Life means senses. Apräkåta, präkåta. And when senses are engaged in Kåñëa's service, that is apräkåta, transcendental. That is described, sarvopädhi-vinirmuktam [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. Our senses are now upädhi—"I am Indian," "I am American," "I am this," "I am that." Senses are there, everywhere, but it is designated. So we have to free the senses from this material designation. And when the designations are washed away, at..., with that senses, håñékeëa håñékeça-sevanaà bhaktir ucyate [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. Purified senses without any designation, when we engage in the service of Kåñëa, that is called bhakti.

So senses without designation engaged in the service of Kåñëa is called bhakti, or transcendental activity. Is that clear?

Prabhupäda: You have given little oil? Eh?

Bhakti-caru: Yes.

Prabhupäda: No, no, not so... [break] (Bengali)

Bhakti-caru: (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: Mustard. (Bengali)

Bhakti-caru: (Bengali)

Upendra: Your hands might have had that previous oil on them.

Bhakti-caru: No, not that.

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) So, you want to stop here?

Jayädvaita: If you want to go on, we can go on, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Yes, I have no objection.

Jayädvaita: You've been speaking so strongly just now that I was sorry that I suggested that we stop. So now I'm glad that you're continuing. Flashlight?

Prabhupäda: Yes. [break] Apräkåta, transcendental. Whatever we discuss, that is on the transcendental platform, nothing to do with this material world. The Mäyävädé impersonalist, they cannot understand this. They think this is also material. Then? Read. You are going to read?

Pradyumna: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. There is just one more point on that verse. He says there are some verses that say upaniñada puruñaù namo vedänta vedyäya kåñëäya.(?) So Çréla Baladeva Vidyäbhüñaëa has raised a question that it says Kåñëa is not seen by the Upaniñads, but then there's some verses that say He is known by the Vedas, He is known by the Upaniñads. He says it is proved that the Absolute is able to be known by Vedas, veda-gamyatvam kintu... Then he quotes other verse. It says sakalyena avedatvam, He cannot be known completely through Vedas, only through devotional service

Prabhupäda: Yes. When one is purified by Vedic knowledge, then mad-bhaktir labhate param. Then he is allowed entrance in devotional understanding. Bhaktyä çruta-gåhétayä. There is a...? Eh? In Bhägavatam?

Prabhupäda: Çruta-gåhétayä. And çruta-gåhétayä is Vedänta knowledge, not sentimental. Çruta-gåhétayä. That is sound knowledge. Discuss Bhägavatam daily, as much as possible. Everything will be clarified. Because Bhägavata is the essence. Nigama-kalpa-taror galitaà phalam idam [SB 1.1.3]. And vyäsadeva-kåta. Kim anyaiù çästraiù. When he's self-realized, he made this. Mahä-muni-kåte. So the more we read Çrémad-Bhägavatam, the knowledge becomes clarified. Each and every verse-transcendental. Is this clear?

Devotees: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. [break]

Prabhupäda: Ah, how are you?

Dayänanda: Very nice, Çréla Prabhupäda. Thank you.

Prabhupäda: So everything is going nice?

Dayänanda: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. I brought you some fruits. Ätreya Åñi told me to bring you some oranges and some lemons.

Prabhupäda: Oh, you are all so kind. How is your family?

Dayänanda: Very nice, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: So...

Dayänanda: It's very encouraging to hear that you're...

Prabhupäda: Restaurant.

Dayänanda: Yes, it's doing very nicely, Çréla Prabhupäda. We're getting a lot of nice...

Prabhupäda: You are all happy?

Dayänanda: Yes. We are also happy to hear that you're translating, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) Trying. So at night there is no need of giving juice. Tomorrow. Eh?

Upendra: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. No. Tomorrow. Fruit juice at night is not good.

Prabhupäda: No. People are appreciating our movement?

Dayänanda: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. We are trying to speak to people who are more intelligent, people who are more...

Prabhupäda: There are many intelligent persons, Iran. Eh? Is it not?

Dayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Everywhere dull-headed, intelligent... You are working at computer?

Dayänanda: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: So, what salary they gave?

Dayänanda: Little over a thousand dollars in a month, about 1,200 dollars.

Prabhupäda: Hm. So how you are spending that money?

Dayänanda: Now I live in my own apartment, I'm giving fifty percent to the ISKCON Tehran projects, and fifty percent I keep for maintenance.

Prabhupäda: So there is no scarcity? Eh?

Dayänanda: No, there's no scarcity, Çréla Prabhupäda. In my spare time I am working in the restaurant, helping to manage the restaurant.

Prabhupäda: It is a big company?

Dayänanda: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda, all over the world.

Prabhupäda: That's all right.

Dayänanda: They have offered me a position in Russia. They said I can go and work in Russia, but I am very much attached to Tehran project. So in companies like this we can go. I can go...

Prabhupäda: Anywhere.

Dayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: What is the company?

Dayänanda: It's a computer company. Univac, it's called. It's like IBM. It's a competitor of IBM.

Prabhupäda: American? No. The company originated from America?

Dayänanda: Yes, yes, American company.

Prabhupäda: IBM also American, eh?

Dayänanda: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Yes, when there is opportunity you can go for preaching. But here you are situated nice, Tehran, eh?

Dayänanda: Yes. Ätreya Åñi would rather have me stay. Ätreya Åñi wants me to stay at least for this, for now. Maybe in the future I can go to some other place for preaching.

Prabhupäda: That is good. Jaya. Jaya. [break]

Giriräja: ...say that we hadn't met anyone with so many wonderful transcendental qualities.

Prabhupäda: (laughs) This... It has to be developed. Transcendental qualities are already there. Only when we are designationless it manifests. Svayam eva sphuraty adaù. Sevonmukhe jihvädau svayam eva sphuraty adaù. When we are sincerely in service mood, this is manifest. It is already there. By mäyä's veil it is now covered, but when we become prone to give service to Kåñëa, it becomes revealed. It is already there. Nothing is imported. Now print book and distribute. In Australia they have sold all the Gétäs. They will require more. Jaya Kåñëa-Balaräma.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Jaya Kåñëa-Balaräma. Rämädi-mürtiñu kalä-niyamena tiñöhan nänävatäram akarot... [Bs. 5.39]. That's all right.

Devotees: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda. [break]

Prabhupäda: Bharadväja, you are helping the Society in so many ways. So we are indebted to you. So Los Angeles, what is going on there?

Bharadväja: Now they are...

Prabhupäda: You gave me the other day a plan, very nice. If you put into shape it will be wonderful.

Bharadväja: By your blessings, Çréla Prabhupäda, it can become possible.

Prabhupäda: So who is looking after now?

Bharadväja: Now? Ädi-deva.

Prabhupäda: The room, formerly Deity room, this is now complete?

Bharadväja: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: What has been done there?

Bharadväja: It has been made into a museum, complete museum. There is twelve different exhibits. And the first exhibit is exhibit of Your Divine Grace writing books at Rädhä-Dämodara temple, introduction. The next exhibit is Kåñëa-Arjuna on the battlefield, and Kåñëa begins to explain dehino 'smin yathä dehe kaumäraà yauvanaà jarä [Bg. 2.13] to Arjuna. And the third exhibit is showing changing bodies, showing how the body is changing but the soul remains the same. The fourth exhibit shows the chariot of the body—the five horses, the five senses. The driver is the intelligence; the soul is the passenger. Then there is the fifth exhibit. It shows how a man can become degraded and how he can become elevated from a neutral position in life. And the sixth exhibit shows that when a man becomes elevated by Vedic wisdom he becomes sama-darçinaù. Paëòitäù sama-darçinaù [Bg. 5.18]. He sees everyone equal-dog, elephant, a cow, even brähmaëa—everyone, the same spirit soul. And he also sees Paramätmä in the heart of everyone. Then the seventh exhibit shows how Paramätmä, the original Paramätmä, is Kåñëa, Govinda, and that He comes... Then different incarnations are shown. Then the eighth exhibit shows Kåñëa's viçva-rüpa, explaining how everything is created, maintained and annihilated all within the potency of the Supreme Lord. Then the ninth exhibit shows how Kåñëa personally comes on Garuòa, to deliver those who are faithful from the ocean of birth and death. It shows a man struggling in the ocean, swimming, but he cannot save himself. And then Kåñëa comes down on Garuòa. The Lord Himself intervenes. In this way the man is saved. And the tenth exhibit shows the incarnation of Caitanya Mahäprabhu, how He is delivering the whole world by this chanting of Hare Kåñëa. The eleventh exhibit explains how the soul... It shows Kåñëa in Våndävana surrounded by eight gopés and different animals and peacocks and birds and flowers. And it explains that the soul has eternal form and that it can enjoy, that the soul enjoys in eternal loving pastimes with Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: Eleven.

Bharadväja: Then the last exhibit is not yet complete. It's a film. It shows Kåñëa and Arjuna at the end talking, and Kåñëa says,

Then Kåñëa asks Arjuna, "Have you heard all this with your mind at full attention, and is your doubt and illusion now dispelled, and are you prepared to act according to My instructions?" And Arjuna says, "Yes, I shall do whatever You like."

Prabhupäda: Very good. So it is not yet officially open.

Bharadväja: No.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Bharadväja: Officially it is not open yet. The reason is because there's still some minor difficulties in the computer, and so everything is not... When I left everything was not yet functioning smoothly. So many important people have been taken through, but it is not open to the public yet. But it will be open very soon. Actually, when I left, everything had already been... The computer is now working, but there was some lights being checked out, some wiring. And as soon as that is finished, then the programming will be done. I have sent a letter back to Los Angeles, asking them to complete the programming while I'm here in Våndävana, at least a temporary program. So it is not difficult to do. It is complicated to do it. And I've asked them to make a film of the exhibition and send it here so that you could see it.

Prabhupäda: I cannot go there?

Bharadväja: You can do whatever you like.

Çatadhanya: After Bombay, Çréla Prabhupäda, if you're strong enough, then we can go.

Prabhupäda: There is... And who is making khol?

Bharadväja: Soul?

Prabhupäda: Khol, khol.

Bharadväja: Oh, khol. Éçäna. Éçäna däsa.

Prabhupäda: He's doing nice?

Bharadväja: Yes. They are producing many, and they are very, very strong.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bharadväja: They are very strong, and they sound good.

Çatadhanya: They say that you can throw them on the floor and they will not break.

Bharadväja: Made for Kali-yuga.

Prabhupäda: How many khols he has already prepared?

Bharadväja: I don't know exactly, but I think it was close to about two hundred when I left.

Prabhupäda: Where he is making?

Bharadväja: Well, they are having most of the part done outside by outside people, professionals, and Éçäna is assembling, and he's working very hard.

Prabhupäda: It is plastic?

Bharadväja: Yes, Completely, everything. And it can be tuned also on the spot. There is a key, and with this key you can tune it up. The heads never break, but if they happen to break they can be immediately replaced within... They can get extra heads and it takes about two minutes to change, to put a new head on.

Prabhupäda: Hm!

Bharadväja: So Éçäna has worked very hard to fulfill your order, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Now he's successful.

Bharadväja: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Where is his wife?

Bharadväja: She is in New York with the child. She is working with Yogeçvara there on children's books.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Bharadväja: Éçäna has taken to vänaprastha. He is living in New Dvärakä, but he's living in a shack, in a very simple room, and living just like in Våndävana. He has given up comforts.

Prabhupäda: Hm. Go on chanting. [break] ...of Rämänuja-sampradäya, with that big, big...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Tilaka?

Prabhupäda: Hm. He is preparing makara-dhvaja.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What kind of jala?

Prabhupäda: Makara-dhvaja.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Makhara dal?

Prabhupäda: Makara-dhvaja is a Ayurvedic medicine. So this kaviräja was preparing makara-dhvaja.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is that the one with musk in it?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, yes, we have that medicine.

Bhavänanda: That we have, Çréla Prabhupäda. He has prepared it. We have it here.

Prabhupäda: So, why not try it?

Tamäla Kåñëa: What did the kaviräja say about it?

Bhavänanda: Er, I'll get Bhakti-caru.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You dreamt that.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hm.

Prabhupäda: What is the time now?

Tamäla Kåñëa: It's seven o'clock now, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yesterday you were really on fire, lecturing and translating.

Bhavänanda: Bhakti-caru has gone to the kitchen to bring some... But I recall that when we went to see the kaviräja he said... We had showed him your urine when it was muddy, filled with pus. He said he wanted that before this medicine could be given, he wanted to see that your urine had cleared up. But he had prepared the medicine and we have it here.

Prabhupäda: What is the dose?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Do you know the dosage?

Bhavänanda: Here is Bhakti-caru. Bhakti-caru? Prabhupäda had a dream last night that there was a Vaiñëava from the Madhva-sam...

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, Rämänuja.

Bhavänanda: Rämänuja-sampradäya, and he was preparing that medicine, the musk medicine? What is it called?

Bhakti-caru: Makara-dhvaja.

Bhavänanda: He was preparing it. So Prabhupäda has asked about that medicine the kaviräja... What had the kaviräja told us when we went about that medicine?

Bhakti-caru: He said that he didn't want to give the medicine right now because he's too weak for that. So when he gets little strength, when the weather turns a little cold, that would be applicable to him.

Tamäla Kåñëa: He says that the kaviräja is waiting for you to get a little stronger and the weather should be a little colder.

Bhavänanda: Çréla Prabhupäda, so I have some grape juice here, and a little bit of ice cream. If you could take that now it will help you become strong.

Prabhupäda: Yes, I can take. [break]

Viçvambhara(?): This is also M.D., also physician, but that is Ayurvedic, and this is allopathic. The only difference is this. Both are physicians.

Prabhupäda: So he...

Tamäla Kåñëa: It's not... [break] I don't think that it's a problem. What we have to do is simply send a letter to the bank with...

Prabhupäda: No, no, he says you do not require. He said you collect through bank. Bas.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But just like when you collect through a bank, you first have to sign.

Guest (1): You have to sign.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, that's what I'm trying to say. You have to give the signed certificates to the bank, and they'll make collection. But you have to sign them. So the signers are here in Våndävana.

Guest (1): No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No, I say the people who have to sign are here in Våndävana.

Guest (1): So you have got bank account here.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, we can collect through the bank here. But first of all we have to get the certificates in order to sign them. That you have to explain to Prabhupäda. He's thinking that without signing...

Prabhupäda: Yes. They'll collected here.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But, Prabhupäda, your sister first of all signed them. Her son collected, but she signed on the back first of all.

Prabhupäda: Did the...

Guest (1): (Bengali)

Prabhupäda: (Bengali)

Guest (1): If you have already power of attorney, then I think that...

Tamäla Kåñëa: We already have power of attorney for signing any kind of..., these kind of businesses, joint power of attorney.

Prabhupäda: In Mathurä why don't you go just now? He is also going?

Guest (1): (Bengali)

Tamäla Kåñëa: See, first you have to have the certificates. That's what I'm trying to explain to Prabhupäda. This is only an identity slip. This has to be surrendered with the certificates.

Guest (1): To any post office.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Right.

Guest (1): Or any bank will collect.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And they're going to want to see Prabhupäda's signature. But since Prabhupäda is not signing, then we will show them our power of attorney, yes, power of attorney, as well a copy of our notarized signature, so that they see that these are the same people, and then we will sign on the back. And we can do it through our bank. I won't directly approach the post office. We'll do it through our bank account.

Guest (1): If you have power of attorney, that will be done.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Through the bank. That's much easier.

Guest (1): Moreover, you can ask much.

Tamäla Kåñëa: At the post office. So you're going to Mathurä now?

Guest (1): Yes, I am going to Mathurä.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So you want to go with me to the post office there?

Guest (1): Because I have no time.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Oh, time is short. See, Prabhupäda, I was planning to go to the post office.

Guest (1): Or I can let you know everything to him.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yeah. The main question's just that... And actually there is no need to...

Guest (1): But if you have power of attorney, then everything will be... But you have to collect it from bank. That would be easier.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. We will do it through the bank, not directly.

Prabhupäda: So why don't you do that?

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's what we're doing.

Prabhupäda: It is going to be due within fortnight.

Tamäla Kåñëa: First thing that has... Prabhupäda, one thing is that this power of attorney is to Giriräja and myself. So, one thing Giriräja is doing when he-he's reaching Bombay tomorrow—is that the power of attorney doesn't show our authorized signatures. In other words, a notary has to notarize our signatures, that these are actually the signatures.

Prabhupäda: This Asnani has gone? Asnani already left? That...? Our lawyer friend?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Mr. Asnani executed a power of attorney to Giriräja and myself for signing on your behalf. But our specimen signatures have to be notarized. So that, Giriräja is getting done by the same notary who notarized the power of attorney. Then Giriräja is sending me that document. Soon as he gets to Bombay, he'll have it done on Monday. Then he's sending it to me. Then I'll have the copy of the power of attorney plus the copy of the notarized signatures, and these two together I'll send with a letter to the bank to send the certificates here. When the certificates come here, then I'll present them to the local bank to make collection from the post office.

Guest (1): Yes, that is the...

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's the system. It's going to take a little time. It will be matured. It may take a week or so more because we have to send from Bombay and then to Calcutta, then it has to come back here. Even if it takes an extra week, there's no great harm, I think. We'll try to have it done by the date, but I think it may take a few extra days.

Guest (1): No, even it takes more time, they will give you the tax for tax deduction.(?) (indistinct)

Tamäla Kåñëa: You can explain to Prabhupäda that the system we are doing is the correct system.

Guest (1): Because we cannot sign now.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No. But you should explain to him that you agree.

Prabhupäda: I can sign, but it will not be...

Tamäla Kåñëa: The same.

Prabhupäda: Therefore...

Tamäla Kåñëa: In any case, Çréla Prabhupäda, we have to bring the certificates here. That's the first thing. Whether it's your signature or whether it's our signatures, the certificate has to be brought here.

Guest (1): You may sign. If both of these will be given to me, that will do.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. We'll give in this plus the certificates to the bank, and they'll give us a receipt.

Prabhupäda: So you can take the copy of the safe custody receipt and inquire into Bank of Baroda.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You want me to give him the receipt?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But then how will we be able to get the certificates out? The receipt has to be presented when you want to withdraw from a safe custody...

Prabhupäda: No, give him the copy and let him explain to the bank manager that we want to check it.

Guest (1): (Bengali)

Tamäla Kåñëa: Now, if I give you this... Prabhupäda wants me to give you this, but it says here that "This memorandum will be returned to the bank when delivery of securities is required." So if I surrender this memorandum now, then I... Prabhupäda wants me to give you this memorandum. My point is that if I give you the memorandum, then it's...

Prabhupäda: No, no, he can take a copy.

Tamäla Kåñëa: A copy.

Prabhupäda: And inquire.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I can give him the details.

Guest (1): Yes. Details I have already understand.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I can give you the details and the number, account number. You can make a specific inquiry. The main thing is just to inform them of the fact that there's a power of attorney coming with a notarized specimen signatures are coming, and there will be a letter of direction with those two signatures, directing them to send the certificates by registered mail here, because Prabhupäda can't sign the same signature. That's basically all you have to do. This bank has already accepted one copy. (indistinct) Either way... (indistinct) [break] Çréla Prabhupäda? Gopäla Kåñëa is here. He just returned from Bombay.

Prabhupäda: What news?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Prabhupäda said, "What news?"

Gopäla Kåñëa: I have a new Hindi Back to Godhead for you, Çréla Prabhupäda. I have met the Home Minister about two months ago regarding permanent residency visas.

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Gopäla Kåñëa: I got a letter from the Home Minister's secretary, saying that they're considering it seriously, and he just asked me for some more information, And actually the answers to all the questions that they have asked are positive. In other words, they have asked questions like "For these foreign students, will ISKCON pay for their boarding and lodging? How many years' course is it?" So it appears... I'm going to see them again next week. We may get our permanent residency visas. This is the first positive sign.

Prabhupäda: They have made some inquiry.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. I met the Home Minister two months ago, and I gave him an application. So I've just received a reply.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is it for permanent residency? Not for two or three years. Permanent.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. Even if they give for five years, that'd be good. This would be very nice, because you always wanted this.

Prabhupäda: So do it carefully.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. We just printed twenty thousand copies of a new Hindi Back to Godhead.

Prabhupäda: Send to Fiji immediately.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. I got a very nice letter from Väsudeva. Every ship that goes to Fiji, we automatically send them books. Even if there is no order, we automatically send them. So they have a stock of Hindi books.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Hari-çauri has finished distributing all the Gétäs that you sent. They already ran out.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Another ship just left. Well, I sent as much as he had ordered.

Tamäla Kåñëa: They exhausted their stock.

Gopäla Kåñëa: That's good. Also this is the biggest woman's magazine in India, Eve's Weekly.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Gopäla Kåñëa: This... I have with me a copy of the biggest woman's magazine in India, called Eve's Weekly. And on the third page of that Eve's Weekly your advertisement for your Gétä is there. I mean we didn't pay for it. Our distributor's are paying for it. But these ads are working very, very well.

Prabhupäda: No Hindi book?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Er, the Hindi 2.1 is being composed. There was a little slowdown in big Hindi books because Prem Yogi had left us for about two months. But we have reprinted all the small Hindi books again, like Beyond Birth and Death, Perfection of Yoga. They were all sold out.

Tamäla Kåñëa: How many copies?

Gopäla Kåñëa: So we have reprinted ten thousand copies each. The reprint is going to be ready tomorrow. And we, just two weeks ago, we reprinted the Scientific Basis of Kåñëa Consciousness, which I gave you a week ago, and now we just got this Hindi Back to Godhead.

Tamäla Kåñëa: How many copies of this?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Twenty thousand. Hindi Back to Godhead we are producing every second month now, twenty thousand copies.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Different issues?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. Every second month a new Back to Godhead.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It's nice this time.

Gopäla Kåñëa: And the Hindi Gétä is being composed. It will be ready by middle December, the latest. And also the Hindi Kåñëa book is being composed, plus we have eight books in Gujarati which are in various stages of production. And the Tamil Gétä is being composed and printed, and we're doing a Gétä in Kanarese language, and also a Back to Godhead in Kanarese.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Is that enough stock? Ten thousand? Doesn't seem like a very big printing. Jayapatäkä came there. His men came there, and they couldn't get any books.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Well, they were out of stock... They didn't have that much when they leave.

Tamäla Kåñëa: It may happen again.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes, but now we have reprinted many new titles. In total we have fifty thousand books.

Tamäla Kåñëa: That's not much. You have so much distribution. (they discuss softly)

Gopäla Kåñëa: Plus we are starting to construct a BBT godown. Surabhé Swami is working on that because now we are printing so many books, and also we have a big shipment of books from America that we definitely need a very huge godown in Bombay. Last time you had approved giving a loan of four lakhs for the godown.

Tamäla Kåñëa: No. Three lakhs. One lakh for printing, three lakhs for the godown.

Gopäla Kåñëa: (softly) No.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes. You said that the godown would only cost three lakhs.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. Three to four is the estimate. (to Prabhupäda:) So we are going to start work on the godown in November.

Prabhupäda: That's nice.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yeah, that's nice. Now, as soon as our six Gujarati books are ready, we are starting this mail order campaign even for Gujarati books and for Hindi books. Actually by this mail order technique we will sell more books than we sell on the streets or in colleges. Just in two months I sold more Gétäs...

Tamäla Kåñëa: How many?

Gopäla Kåñëa: Over a thousand ...than we did in two years of library party. And I'm expanding this to...

Tamäla Kåñëa: No. They sell more. They have more than that, standing orders.

Gopäla Kåñëa: What I'm saying it's very good. A thousand Gétäs in two months is very good. Now I'm expanding this to the Bhägavatam.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Unless you have good godown, it will be stolen and sold in the market at cheap price.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. A good godown is very, very necessary, so we're starting work on it right away. And in three to four months it will be completed.

Bhavänanda: Çréla Prabhupäda? Can you turn onto your back again so I can do your other leg and your arms?

Prabhupäda: Hm. You can turn me any way. Deal with the Home Minister's letter very carefully.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Deal with the Home Minister's letter very carefully.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. Actually the first meeting I had with him was very, very nice, by your grace. He took great interest. He called me for one minute, and he sat down for twenty minutes with me. So... Now, actually, it is his secretary who is handling it. The big thing is getting his approval, which we already have. Now we are dealing with the secretary in the Ministry of Home Affairs.

Prabhupäda: A set of book Hindi may be taken there to the secretary.

Gopäla Kåñëa: To the Home Minister?

Prabhupäda: To the secretary.

Gopäla Kåñëa: Yes. I gave your Hindi Bhägavatam to the Home Minister. I think we'll give it to the secretary also.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Çréla Prabhupäda? This kértana that's in the temple, can you hear it?

Prabhupäda: Yes, that's all right.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I wanted to know whether... The person who's singing is Çveta-varäha from Mäyäpura. In Mäyäpura they use a small microphone, not for the drums but for his voice, and he has a very sweet voice. So normally we don't use mic at all, but sometimes the devotees don't know how to sing very sweetly. Whether we should use a small microphone for his voice?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: We can try it, and if it's not nice we can stop it.

Prabhupäda: It is going on without microphone?

Tamäla Kåñëa: The drums are... Right now the drumming is very loud.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But the voice is hard to hear. Should I try a little microphone? I can take it off immediately if it's not good. I think you'll...

Bhavänanda: Last year in Mäyäpura, Çréla Prabhupäda, during the festival and before, when you were there, they would, this kértana group of your disciples, they would be chanting over microphone so that Your Divine Grace could hear it in your room. I remember you commented many times on how sweet and nice it sounded.

Prabhupäda: It is already very loud.

Gopäla Kåñëa: It's very loud actually. (pause) All the devotees were very happy when they heard that you have started translating again.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yesterday Prabhupäda translated for nearly two hours. The edited work, Çréla Prabhupäda, sounds very beautiful. It's very first class when it's finally edited. The whole staff is here, and it sounds very nice.

Prabhupäda: Tamäla Kåñëa?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: In the horoscope we have dragged the life through so many catastrophes, but ultimately how long the life we have dragged?

Tamäla Kåñëa: As far as I recall... The horoscope is written in such a way that if you survive these catastrophes, then it mentions that... He said that you would live for another five or six years.

Prabhupäda: That's all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Well, there are different horoscopes. One... I can show you that some of them say that you will live for more than five or six years. One of them said you could live up to one hundred.

Prabhupäda: So there is no...

Tamäla Kåñëa: What, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: That is not standard.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Well, according to this man, your life should have been over at the age of seventy-five. In other words, when someone is a pure devotee, then he is not conditioned by the laws of birth and death. For people who are conditioned, there is standard. But in your case they cannot... They admit openly that there's no question of material standard. They can simply tell you... According to your birthday they can predict which days will be difficult for you because of the position of the planets. But so far as your ability to conquer over these difficulties and to live, that they completely accept is completely within Kåñëa's hands, that you're not bounded by the material energy.

Prabhupäda: Karmäëi nirdahati.

Gopäla Kåñëa: What's that?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Karmäëi nirdahati kintu ca bhakti-bhäjäm [Bs. 5.54].

Prabhupäda: That's all.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Anyway, do things very carefully. I am already dead. But still, I am giving you instruction as far as I can. And this is not life, a bundle of bones.

Gopäla Kåñëa: You are still the inspiration for everything we do.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That I shall go on till the last breathing.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Jaya Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: Hare Kåñëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: What, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: (loud) Hare Kåñëa. (laughter) (end)
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Prabhupäda: Nitäi-Gaura. Çré-kåñëa-caitanya prabhu nityänanda, çré-advaita gadädhara çréväsädi-gaura-bhakta.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Drinking is very good. Whatever you go, Kaviraji, allopathy, or Hare Kåñëa devotees, all of them recommend drinking some liquids or eating. Of course, eating is... You are having a little difficulty eating, of course. Eating or drinking is good.

Prabhupäda: Let kértana go on.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, I told them.

Prabhupäda: Nitäi-Gaura. Premäïjana-cchurita-bhakti-vilocanena santaù sadaiva hådayeñu vilokayanti [Bs. 5.38], (Tamäla Kåñëa chants with Prabhupäda) yaà çyämasundaram acintya-guëa-svarüpaà govindam ädi-puruñaà tam ahaà bhajämi. Çyämasundaram acintya-guëa-svarüpam. Still the çyämasundaram acintya-guëa-svarüpam is going on; otherwise, simply some bones, nothing else. Everything is finished. Nitäi-Gaura and rämädi-mürtiñu kalä-niyamena tiñöhan (Tamäla Kåñëa chants with Prabhupäda) nänävatäram akarod bhuvaneñu kintu, kåñëaù svayaà sama... [Bs. 5.39]. You can give massage. Hm. So what is the next drinking?

Tamäla Kåñëa: What is the next drinking? Make something nice.

Prabhupäda: Hm?

Bhavänanda: It's cold custard.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Want some cold custard?

Prabhupäda: Whatever you give, I'll take.

Nava-yogendra: Çréla Prabhupäda? This dream that you were walking... I became very happy.

Bhavänanda: This is grape juice.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Take some grape juice, Çréla Prabhupäda. That is the old reliable.

Prabhupäda: So?

Tamäla Kåñëa: You'll have to sit up. Is that all right? [break] These are very favorite preparations. Today is Räma Vijaya Utsava. Also the appearance day of Çré Madhväcärya. So you should have a feast today, Çréla Prabhupäda. (laughter) So maybe Pisimä should do some cooking to celebrate this day. It is a very big... Dr. Ghosh told me that amongst the Bengali community...

Prabhupäda: No, all over India.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And also Durgä-püjä is today.

Prabhupäda: Vijayotsava. Today Rämacandra conquered over Rävaëa.

Tamäla Kåñëa: So to celebrate that, shouldn't Pisimä do some cooking?

Prabhupäda: Hm. Lugdu.

Tamäla Kåñëa: And you'll taste a little of each thing?

Prabhupäda: Hm. I'll take. [break]

Tamäla Kåñëa: ...today, Çréla Prabhupäda? Maybe the medicines are having some good effect. [break] Today is Vijayotsava.

Pisimä: (Bengali)

Bhavänanda: Utsava.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Räma Vijayotsava.

Nava-yogendra: Aj räma vijaya utsava hai.

Prabhupäda: Hard of hearing. (laughter)

Bhavänanda: (loudly) Ajke räma vijaya utsava. Aneka prasädam.

Pisimä: Aneka prasädam.

Bhavänanda: Äpne aneka prasädam korilun. (Bengali) Lugdu. Lugdu.

Pisimä: Läòu.

Bhavänanda: Lugdu.

Prabhupäda: (Bengali) lugdu.

Nava-yogendra: Lugdu, lugdu.

Pisimä: Lugdu.

Nava-yogendra: Bundi läòu.

Bhavänanda: Luci?

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Pisimä: Luci.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Okay. She will cook a feast to celebrate the day, Çréla Prabhupäda, and you have to also take part. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...such a way he'll call laughing. Gravity should be maintained. And laughing means taking things trifling. That is not allowed. This is the etiquette. That is what we are teaching. You are simple, but this is the etiquette. Understand me right or not?

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, Çréla Prabhupäda. We understand very well. We apologize that we were taking too lightly.

Prabhupäda: So, whatever Nava-yogendra has presented, let it be sold and utilized...

Tamäla Kåñëa: In Mombassa.

Prabhupäda: Mm. Sometimes presentations are sold at higher price by bid. Yes. That is the way.

Tamäla Kåñëa: By bid. The most valuable thing, you gave to Gurukåpä Mahäräja-conchshell. But he did not pay anything for it.

Prabhupäda: That's all right. He'll worship. Jaya Nitäi-Gaura.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yes, Prabhupäda. Should we chant it now?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Okay. All the Brahma-saàhitä? Or those two in particular?

Then again from Brahma-saàhitä, premäïjana-cchurita-bhakti-vilocanena santaù sadaiva hådayeñu [Bs. 5.38]. These mantras should be recited so that I can hear, you can hear, occasionally. And kértana must go on. And physically, massage. Sometimes that brahmi oil massage on the head. [break] Translating, whatever I have done in this state, is it going right?

Jayädvaita: Everything that you've translated is edited so far, except for the last two sittings. It's coming out very nicely. Now by your instruction to concentrate on Viçvanätha Cakravarté Öhäkura's commentary, I think it will become even more clear, because Pradyumna will be able to give the English more easily.

Prabhupäda: So do it.

Tamäla Kåñëa: You want to do some just now?

Prabhupäda: Yes, one or two lines. Let us...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Okay. Yadubara wanted to film you translating. Is that all right? You don't mind. We can have a little light here while he films for about half a minute? It wouldn't disturb you.

Prabhupäda: Yadubara is good devotee.
Tamäla Kåñëa: Yadubara is a good devotee. Very dedicated devotee. You remember he cooked bati chachury(?) very nice also for you. He was cooking for you in Hrishikesh, massaging. Very intelligent.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: His wife is also intelligent, Viçäkhä.

Prabhupäda: Yadubara has become first devotee.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Has become first, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: First devotee before his wife.

Tamäla Kåñëa: First devotee before his wife, yes. You convinced him. He did not come here thinking to become a devotee. Remember, he came for photography work.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Tamäla Kåñëa: But his good fortune was that he chose to photograph you, Çréla Prabhupäda, and the devotees. So he became very attracted. (whispering)

Prabhupäda: Hm? What is that?

Tamäla Kåñëa: We're just getting Pradyumna.

Prabhupäda: Yadubara has freedom...

Tamäla Kåñëa: What, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Yadubara has freedom to do anything.

Tamäla Kåñëa: Yadubara? Has freedom to do anything.

Prabhupäda: Hm.

Tamäla Kåñëa: I think that will make his service very enhanced to know that. [break]

Jayädvaita: This is the best association, to be associated with you while you're serving Çrémad-Bhägavatam.

Brahmänanda: You always wanted this, Prabhupäda, to have your editors with you in the same place where you are doing your books.

Prabhupäda: Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura therefore said, miche mäyär boçe, jäccho bhese. The whole world is being washed away by the waves of material nature. Mäyär vasana. Vairaja.(?) When we understand that everything is being washed away... That is viçva-rüpa. Kåñëa went... From mouth everything is coming out. If you want to stop it, then this is the chance, human life. Hm. This is viçva-rüpa. [break] ...the same field. [break] (kértana)

Tamäla Kåñëa: What, Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: Chant loudly. (kértana gets louder) [break]

Bhavänanda: Very early this morning. [break] Tamäla and all of us have met and thought that "Let us..." Our position is to serve you according to your desire. Since you didn't request any medicines, we felt that we shouldn't try to... From what we've seen, today you've rested very much deep sleep, and the vomitous nausea has disappeared. But you haven't passed very much urine today. One reason is that you were taking that mild dialysis medicine. For the past three days you've been taking medicine to help you pass urine. So usually when you stop taking that medicine, it takes a day or two for the urine function to start naturally again.

Prabhupäda: No medicine.
Bhavänanda: Sorry, Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: No medicine. What is that medicine?

Bhavänanda: There's no many medicines, but today you haven't taken any. There is medicine for the infection in the kidney. There's medicine for the heart. There's medicine for passing urine. There's medicine for preventing any cough in the lung. There's vitamin supplement.

Prabhupäda: So how many I shall take?

Bhavänanda: That's five different medicines. We felt yesterday that your... When the doctor came you told us that to take so many medicines is disgusting, and that it bothers your brain. And I know that I personally felt that my position is simply to follow your instruction and command as my very life and soul, not to try and force my idea or my feeling onto Your Divine Grace. So we all of us felt that you had given us so many hints.

Prabhupäda: So medicine kértana.
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Prabhupäda: Then he'll say, "Remove to the hospital."

Bhavänanda: Then they'll say move to the hospital.

Prabhupäda: Then who will take care of me? Hm?

Bhavänanda: We will never allow them to remove you to a hospital, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Prabhupäda: You'll have to, gradually, according to his advice.

Bhavänanda: Therefore we asked you yesterday for your guidance.

Prabhupäda: No, I'll guide. Don't move me to the hospital. Better kill me here.

Svarüpa Dämodara: We won't, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Bhavänanda: Never.

Prabhupäda: But if you are disgusted, that is another thing.
Svarüpa Dämodara: One thing, though, if we take the x-rays, that will pretty much clearly tell whether there is any tubercular infection in the lungs.

Prabhupäda: They are expecting.

Bhavänanda: If we are disgusted?

Prabhupäda: Yes?

Bhavänanda: No.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Never, Çréla Prabhupäda.

Bhavänanda: Service at your divine lotus feet is the perfection of life. Our only fear is that Your Divine Grace may become disgusted.

Prabhupäda: No, I have no dis... Doctor treatment failure.

Bhavänanda: Doctor treatment is finished.

Svarüpa Dämodara: Taking these strong medicines without eating is very difficult. Many side effects.

Bhavänanda: Yes. Anyway, we gave him chance. Your Divine Grace gave him a fair chance to...

Tamäla Kåñëa: Actually the whole thing only began because Dr. Ghosh came. Actually you didn't want Dr. Ghosh to come, but it was too late. We had already sent Lokanätha. So once Dr. Ghosh came, we were obligated to try these allopathic medicines. It was Dr. Ghosh who brought Dr. Gopal. Otherwise, from your own choice, we would not have, you know... We were obligated because of Dr. Ghosh's coming. Naturally... He came so long, such a distance. From the beginning you always don't like the allopathic. You never like it very much.

Prabhupäda: I'll treat myself. Let the kaviräjas come. And makara-dhvaja... One after another, they will make the things complicated. What is your opinion? Hm?

Bhavänanda: We all feel, Çréla Prabhupäda, that your direction is absolutely perfect. It is coming directly from the spiritual platform. Therefore anything which you tell us to do, we want to do, and we have full faith and confidence that it is absolutely correct. But we don't have full faith and confidence in people who are materially conditioned. Therefore we have taken you as our spiritual master. You have perfect knowledge of everything spiritual and you have perfect knowledge of everything material.

Talk with Bob Cohen                 February 27-29, 1972, Mäyäpura

Prabhupäda: So just you follow in their footsteps, my other students, and it will be fulfilled, your desire. We are training to that direction, how to become purified and happy. That is our mission. We want to see everyone happy. Sarve sukhino bhavantu. But people do not know how to become happy. They do not take the standard path to become happy. They manufacture their own way. That is the difficulty. Tapo divyaà putrakä yena çuddhyed sattva yasmäd brahma-saukhyam anantam [SB 5.5.1]. This advice was given by Åñabhadeva to his sons. "My dear boys, just undergo austerity," divyam, "for transcendental realization." Everyone is going austerity. This boy, I know, he had to go foreign countries to learn this commercial management. So many... So now he's good situated. But everyone has to undergo some austerity for future life. So why not take that austerity for permanent happiness? Tapo divyaà putrakä yena satt... Permanent happiness, you have to purify your existential body. This body, so long you will accept this material body, you'll have to change it. And as soon as you get a spiritual body there is no question of change. Spiritual body you have already. Simply now, due to our material contamination, we are developing material body. But if we associate with spiritual life, then we shall develop spiritual body. The same example I have several times given, that you put the iron rod with fire, it will develop to be fire. Is it not?

Evening Discussion                       May 6, 1975, Perth

Paramahaàsa: In some cases, in a more controversial case, the word chosen, or the meaning chosen for a particular Sanskrit word, may change the whole meaning of the verse, but because...

Prabhupäda: Therefore you have to take the paramparä meaning. Because we are foolish, we cannot understand properly. Tad vijïärthaà sa gurum eväbhigacchet. Therefore, one has to go to guru and understand the meaning by paramparä. You cannot make your own meaning. The meaning is already there. But if you cannot understand, then you should approach guru and understand the meaning by paramparä.[ ]

Prabhupäda: So similarly, Kåñëa may enter within anything, but still He is more important than anything. This is simultaneous. Aëòäntarasthaà paramäëu-cayäntarastham—Kåñëa is within and without. That is Kåñëa's position. Antaù bahiù avasthitam—in Kunti's prayers you will find that Kåñëa, "You are within, and you are without, still nobody can understand." That is stated. What is our experience? Within and without. But Kåñëa is both, within and without, and still we do not see. Naöo näöyadharo yathä—just like a person playing on the stage, and his relatives and others they cannot understand that Mr. Such-and-such is playing. They are seeing something else. He is playing before them, he is known to them, but he still cannot understand. This example is given, naöo näöyadharo yathä. So Kuntédevé explained this. Did you not read Kunti's prayer? Kunti says, antar bahir avasthitaù. "You are situated within and without. Everywhere you are." But still the foolish men cannot understand. And why they cannot? Naöo näöyadharo yathä. Just like one's father is playing on the stage, but because he is playing in a different role, or dressing in a different role, even the son cannot understand. So what is the difficulty? Hmm? Difficulty is mind; otherwise there is no difficulty. I am foolish, therefore... Otherwise Kåñëa is visible to everyone. We have got two kinds of experience, within and without. He is present within and without, but still we cannot see Kåñëa. That is my foolishness, that is my imperfection. 

We have to become perfect, then we will see Kåñëa everywhere. 

That is morning sädhana, spiritual consciousness, advancement. 

The more we advance in spiritual consciousness, Kåñëa we'll realize more and more. Svayam eva sphuraty adhaù: you cannot see Kåñëa, 

but as soon as you become purified, He reveals Himself. It is not due to you that you can see. 

When Kåñëa allows Himself to be seen by you, then you can see. 

So you have to become qualified to see Him; otherwise He is everywhere present, we can't see Him. And without being qualified, if you want to see Him, that is not possible. Nähaà prakäçaù sarvasya yoga-mäyä samävåtaù [Bg. 7.25]. Find out this verse.

Paramahaàsa:

nähaà prakäçaù sarvasya

yoga-mäyä samävåtaù

müòho 'yaà näbhijänäti

loko mäm ajam avyayam

 [Bg. 7.25]

"I am never manifest to the foolish and unintelligent. For them I am covered by My eternal creative potency, yoga-mäyä. So the deluded world knows Me not, who am unborn and infallible."

Prabhupäda: It is explained there. He does not reveal Himself. Why He shall reveal Himself to an unqualified person? That is Kåñëa's prerogative. 

If He likes He will reveal. If He does not like He will not reveal. 

You cannot by force see Kåñëa. Therefore, first of all be qualified, then try to see Kåñëa. He is not exposed. Even a big man, if you want to see him, he may refuse: "No, I will not see." What can you do? If you think that "This man is third-class man, why shall I see him?" Even in ordinary human society that is going on. So why people are eager to see Kåñëa without being qualified? Why these rascals say, "Can you show me God?" First of all you become fit to see God. They'll not become fit. They'll do all nonsense, and want to see God. Kåñëa is addressed, pavitraà paramaà bhavän. He is the supreme pure, and we are impure, and you want to see the supreme pure. You see? What audacity! I am not fire. I want to enter into the fire. You see? What will be the result? You'll be burned into ashes. First of all be fire. Increase your temperature to the same temperature, then it will automatically. 

He is paraà brahma, so you realize yourself

You are realizing yourself as American, Indian, this, that, 

and you want to see paraà brahma? The foolish people will do. And one has to become purified, sarvopädhi vinirmuktaà [Cc. Madhya 19.170]. 

One has to be free from all designations. 

Everyone, we give more prominence to the designations: "I am this, I am this." 

So how can you see God like that? 

First of all you become designationless. 

As Caitanya Mahäprabhu said, that "I am not a brähmaëa, I am not a kñatriya, I am not a vaiçya"—

everything He denied. 

So purify yourself and you'll see God. 

Kåñëa consciousness means to become purified. That makes you all right. Premäïjana-cchurita-bhakti-vilocanena santaù sadaiva [Bs. 5.38]. Sadaiva means always. This is the process. 
Morning Walk                             May 7, 1975, Perth

Amogha: Çréla Prabhupäda? When a spirit soul first falls from the spiritual sky into the material world, does he first go to the lowest of the 8,400,000 species of life, and then gradually come up, or can he fall to the middle or anywhere?

Prabhupäda: According to his desire. In the beginning it is not so fall down.

Çrutakérti: In a purport in the Fourth Canto you say that usually they take human forms, because they are desiring to enjoy in that way. And then they begin falling down.

Prabhupäda: Yes, the more they enjoy, the more they become entangled. (pause)

SB 4 21 32

In this verse the word vijïäna is specifically important. 

Jïäna, the knowledge of spiritual identity that one attains when he does not consider himself to be the body, is explained in Bhagavad-gétä as brahma-bhüta [SB 4.30.20], the revival of spiritual realization. In the conditioned state of material existence one cannot be spiritually realized because he identifies himself materially. The understanding of the distinction between material existence and spiritual existence is called jïäna. After coming to the platform of jïäna, or the brahma-bhüta state, one ultimately comes to devotional service, in which he completely understands his own position and the position of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. This understanding is explained here as vijïäna-viçeña. The Lord says, therefore, that knowledge of Him is vijïäna, science. In other words, when one is strengthened by scientific knowledge of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, his position of liberation is guaranteed. In Bhagavad-gétä (9.2), the science of devotional service is described as pratyakñävagamaà dharmyam, direct understanding of the principles of religion by realization.

SB 7.15.74

The process of chanting the holy name of the Lord is so powerful that by this chanting even householders [gåhasthas] can very easily gain the ultimate result achieved by persons in the renounced order. Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, I have now explained to you that process of religion.

PURPORT

This is a confirmation of the Kåñëa consciousness movement. Anyone who takes part in this movement, regardless of what he is, can gain the topmost result achieved by a perfect sannyäsé, namely brahma jïäna (spiritual knowledge). Even more important, he can advance in devotional service. Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira thought that because he was a gåhastha there was no hope of his being liberated, and therefore he asked Närada Muni how he could get out of material entanglement. But Närada Muni, citing a practical example from his own life, established that by associating with devotees and chanting the Hare Kåñëa mantra, any man in any condition of life can achieve the highest perfection without a doubt.

SB 4.30.20

Always engaging in the activities of devotional service, devotees feel ever-increasingly fresh and new in all their activities. The all-knower, the Supersoul within the heart of the devotee, makes everything increasingly fresh. This is known as the Brahman position by the advocates of the Absolute Truth. In such a liberated stage [brahma-bhüta], one is never bewildered. Nor does one lament or become unnecessarily jubilant. This is due to the brahma-bhüta situation.

PURPORT

A devotee is inspired by the Supersoul within the heart to advance in devotional service in a variety of ways. The devotee does not feel hackneyed or stereotyped, nor does he feel that he is in a stagnant position. In the material world, if one engages in chanting a material name, he will feel tired after chanting a few times. However, one can chant the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra all day and night and never feel tired. As chanting is increased, it will come out new and fresh. Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé said that if he could somehow get millions of ears and tongues, then he could relish spiritual bliss by chanting the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. There is really nothing uninspiring for a highly advanced devotee. In Bhagavad-gétä the Lord says that He is situated in everyone's heart and that He helps the living entity forget and remember. By the grace of the Lord, the devotee gets inspiration.

"To those who are constantly devoted and worship Me with love, I give the understanding by which they can come to Me." (Bg. 10.10)

As stated (kuçala-karmaëäm), those engaged in auspicious activities in devotional service are guided by the Supersoul, described in this verse as jïa, one who knows everything, past, present and future. The Supersoul gives instructions to the sincere, unalloyed devotee on how he can progress more and more in approaching the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Çréla Jéva Gosvämé in this connection says that the Supersoul, the plenary expansion of the Personality of Godhead, exists in everyone's heart, but in the heart of the devotee He reveals Himself as ever-increasingly new. Being inspired by Him, the devotee experiences increased transcendental bliss in the execution of his devotional service.

SB 4.30.33

TRANSLATION

Dear Lord, as long as we have to remain within this material world due to our material contamination and wander from one type of body to another and from one planet to another, we pray that we may associate with those who are engaged in discussing Your pastimes. We pray for this benediction life after life, in different bodily forms and on different planets.

PURPORT

This is the best benediction that a devotee can ask of the Supreme Lord. 

This is also confirmed by Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu: sthäne sthitäù çruti-gatäà tanu-väì-manobhiù (SB 10.14.3). 

One may be in one position or another according to destiny, but in any case 

one must continue to hear about the activities and pastimes of the Supreme Lord, 

regardless of circumstances. 
A pure devotee does not pray for liberation or for cessation of the cycle of birth and death because he does not consider that important. The most important thing for a devotee is getting a chance to hear about the pastimes and glories of the Lord. The devotees who engage in the service of the Lord in this world will have the same opportunity in the spiritual world also. Thus for a devotee, everything is in the spiritual world, for as long as he can hear about the pastimes of the Lord, or wherever he can chant, the Lord is personally present. Tatra tiñöhämi närada yatra gäyanti mad-bhaktäù. When the pure devotees assemble to chant, hear and talk about the Supreme Personality of Godhead, the place where they assemble becomes Vaikuëöha. For the devotee there is no need to pray to the Lord for transferal to the Vaikuëöha world. A pure devotee can create Vaikuëöha or Våndävana anywhere simply by chanting the glories of the Lord without offense.
The Pracetäs pray for an opportunity to hear of the glories of the Lord in every form of life (bhave bhave). A living entity transmigrates from one body to another. The devotee is not particularly eager to stop this process. Caitanya Mahäprabhu prays, mama janmani janmanéçvare bhavatäd bhaktir ahaituké tvayi: "My dear Lord, life after life may I be fixed in Your pure devotional service." Out of humility, a devotee considers himself unfit to be transferred to the spiritual world. He always thinks himself contaminated by the modes of material nature. Nor is there any need for a devotee to ask to be freed from the modes of material nature. Devotional service itself is in the transcendental position; therefore there is no question of asking for this special facility. The conclusion is that a pure devotee is not anxious to stop the repetition of birth and death, but is always eager to associate with other devotees who are engaged in chanting and hearing about the glories of the Lord.

TRANSLATION

Even a moment's association with a pure devotee cannot be compared to being transferred to heavenly planets or even merging into the Brahman effulgence in complete liberation. For living entities who are destined to give up the body and die, association with pure devotees is the highest benediction.

PURPORT

The great saint Prabodhänanda Sarasvaté, a devotee of Lord Caitanya, has stated: kaivalyaà narakäyate tridaça-pür äkäça-puñpäyate. For a pure devotee, kaivalya, merging into the existence of Brahman, the Brahman effulgence, is no better than living in hell. Similarly, he considers promotion to heavenly planets (tridaça-pür) just another kind of phantasmagoria. In other words, a pure devotee does not place much value in the destination of the karmés (the heavenly planets) or in the destination of the jïänés (merging into the Brahman effulgence). 

A pure devotee considers a moment's association with another pure devotee 

to be far superior to residing in a heavenly planet or merging in the Brahman effulgence. 

The topmost benediction for those who are living in this material world and are subjected to the repetition of birth and death (transmigration) is association with pure devotees. 

One should search out such pure devotees and remain with them. 

That will make one completely happy, even though living within the material world. 

This Kåñëa consciousness movement   is started    for that   purpose. (Ed: as above)

TRANSLATION

Whenever pure topics of the transcendental world are discussed, the members of the audience forget all kinds of material hankerings, at least for the time being. Not only that, but they are no longer envious of one another, nor do they suffer from anxiety or fear.

PURPORT

Vaikuëöha means "without anxiety," and the material world means full of anxiety. As stated by Prahläda Mahäräja: sadä samudvigna-dhiyäm asad-grahät [SB 7.5.5]. The living entities who have accepted this material world as a residence are full of anxiety. A place immediately becomes Vaikuëöha whenever the holy topics of the Personality of Godhead are discussed by pure devotees. This is the process of çravaëaà kértanaà viñëoù [SB 7.5.23], chanting and hearing about the Supreme Lord Viñëu. As the Supreme Lord Himself confirms:

nähaà tiñöhämi vaikuëöhe

yoginäà hådayeñu vä

tatra tiñöhämi närada

yatra gäyanti mad-bhaktäù

"My dear Närada, actually I do not reside in My abode, Vaikuëöha, nor do I reside within the hearts of the yogés, but 

I reside in that place where My pure devotees chant My holy name and discuss My form, pastimes and qualities." 

Because of the presence of the Lord in the form of the transcendental vibration, the Vaikuëöha atmosphere is evoked. This atmosphere is without fear and anxiety. One living entity does not fear another. By hearing the holy names and glories of the Lord, a person executes pious activities. Çåëvatäà sva-kathäù kåñëaù puëya-çravaëa-kértanaù (SB 1.2.17). 

Thus his material hankerings immediately stop. 

This saìkértana movement started by the Society for Krishna Consciousness is meant for creating Vaikuëöha, the transcendental world that is without anxiety, even in this material world. 

The method is the propagation of the çravaëaà kértanam [SB 7.5.23] process throughout the world. 

In the material world everyone is envious of his fellow man. 

Animalistic envy exists in human society as long as there is no performance of saìkértana-yajïa, the chanting of the holy names—Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare/ Hare Räma, Hare Räma, Räma Räma, Hare Hare. 

The Pracetäs therefore decided to remain always in the society of devotees, 

and they considered that to be the highest benediction possible in human life.

TRANSLATION

The Supreme Lord, Näräyaëa, is present among devotees who are engaged in hearing and chanting the holy name of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Lord Näräyaëa is the ultimate goal of sannyäsés, those in the renounced order of life, and Näräyaëa is worshiped through this saìkértana movement by those who are liberated from material contamination. Indeed, they recite the holy name again and again.

PURPORT

[ ] The fact is that by performing saìkértana-yajïa one can immediately please the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Then Näräyaëa Himself descends and immediately is present. In this age of Kali, Näräyaëa is immediately present in the form of Lord Caitanya. Concerning Lord Caitanya, Çrémad-Bhägavatam (11.5.32) states:

kåñëa-varëaà tviñäkåñëaà

säìgopäìgästra-pärñadam

yajïaiù saìkértana-präyair

yajanti hi sumedhasaù

"In the age of Kali, intelligent persons perform congregational chanting to worship the incarnation of Godhead who constantly sings the name of Kåñëa. Although His complexion is not blackish, He is Kåñëa Himself. He is accompanied by His associates, servants, weapons and confidential companions." After all, human life is meant for pleasing Näräyaëa, and this can easily be done by performing saìkértana-yajïa. Whenever there is congregational chanting of the holy names of the Lord, Gaura Näräyaëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead in His incarnation as Lord Caitanya, immediately appears and is worshiped by saìkértana-yajïa.

In this verse it is said that Näräyaëa is nyäsinäà gatiù, the ultimate goal of the sannyäsés. The goal of those who have renounced the material world is the attainment of Näräyaëa. A Vaiñëava sannyäsé therefore dedicates his life to serving Näräyaëa; he does not falsely claim to be Näräyaëa. Instead of becoming nirvaira (nonenvious of other living entities), one who tries to become Näräyaëa becomes envious of the Supreme Lord. Therefore the attempt to become Näräyaëa constitutes the greatest offense. Actually, when one chants or discusses the transcendental activities of the Lord, he immediately becomes nonenvious. In this material world everyone is envious of everyone else, but by vibrating or discussing the holy name of the Lord, one becomes nonenvious and devoid of material hankering. Because of our envy of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, we have become envious of all other living entities. When we are no longer envious of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, there will be real peace, unity and fraternity in human society. Without Näräyaëa or saìkértana-yajïa there cannot be peace in this material world.

TRANSLATION

Dear Lord, Your personal associates, devotees, wander all over the world to purify even the holy places of pilgrimage. Is not such activity pleasing to those who are actually afraid of material existence?

PURPORT

There are two kinds of devotees. One is called goñöhänandé and the other bhajanänandé. The word bhajanänandé refers to the devotee who does not move, but remains in one place. Such a devotee is always engaged in the devotional service of the Lord. He chants the mahä-mantra as taught by many äcäryas and sometimes goes out for preaching work. The goñöhänandé is one who desires to increase the number of devotees all over the world. He travels all over the world just to purify the world and the people residing in it. Caitanya Mahäprabhu advised:

påthivéte äche yata nagarädi gräma

sarvatra pracära haibe mora näma

Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu wanted His followers to move all over the world to preach in every town and village. In the Caitanya-sampradäya those who strictly follow the principles of Lord Caitanya must travel all over the world to preach the message of Lord Caitanya, which is the same as preaching the words of Kåñëa—Bhagavad-gétä—and Çrémad-Bhägavatam. The more the devotees preach the principles of kåñëa-kathä, the more people throughout the world will benefit.

Devotees like the great sage Närada, who travel all over to preach, are called goñöhänandé. Närada Muni is always wandering throughout the universe just to create different types of devotees. Närada even made a hunter a devotee. He also made Dhruva Mahäräja and Prahläda devotees. Actually, all devotees are indebted to the great sage Närada, for he has wandered both in heaven and in hell. A devotee of the Lord is not even afraid of hell. He goes to preach the glories of the Lord everywhere—even in hell—because there is no distinction between heaven and hell for a devotee.

"A pure devotee of Näräyaëa is never afraid of going anywhere and everywhere. For him heaven and hell are one and the same." (SB 6.17.28) Such devotees, wandering all over the world, deliver those who are actually afraid of this material existence. Some people are already disgusted with material existence, being confused and frustrated by material enjoyment, and some people, who are intelligent, are interested in understanding the Supreme Lord. Both may take advantage of the pure devotee who wanders throughout the world.

When a pure devotee goes to a place of pilgrimage, he desires to purify that holy place of pilgrimage. Many sinful men bathe in the holy waters of the places of pilgrimage. They take their baths in the waters of the Ganges and Yamunä at places such as Prayäga, Våndävana and Mathurä. In this way the sinful men are purified, but their sinful actions and reactions remain at the holy places of pilgrimage. When a devotee comes to take his bath at those places of pilgrimage, the sinful reactions left by the sinful men are neutralized by the devotee. Térthé-kurvanti térthäni sväntaù-sthena gadä-bhåtä (SB 1.13.10). Because the devotee always carries the Supreme Personality of Godhead within his heart, wherever he goes becomes a place of pilgrimage, a holy place for understanding the Supreme Personality of Godhead. It is therefore the duty of everyone to associate with a pure devotee and thus attain freedom from material contamination. Everyone should take advantage of the wandering devotees, whose only business is to deliver conditioned souls from the clutches of mäyä.

TRANSLATION

Dear Lord, we have studied the Vedas, accepted a spiritual master and offered respect to brähmaëas, advanced devotees and aged personalities who are spiritually very advanced. We have offered our respects to them, and we have not been envious of any brother, friends or anyone else. We have also undergone severe austerities within the water and have not taken food for a long time. All these spiritual assets of ours are simply offered for Your satisfaction. We pray for this benediction only, and nothing more.

PURPORT

As stated in Çrémad-Bhägavatam, saàsiddhir hari-toñaëam: [SB 1.2.13] the real perfection of life is pleasing the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Vedaiç ca sarvair aham eva vedyaù: [Bg. 15.15] in understanding the Vedas, one has to understand the Supreme Personality of Godhead. One who has actually understood Him surrenders unto Him after many, many births. We find all these qualifications in the Pracetäs. They underwent severe austerities and penances within the water, and they did not take any food for a very long time. They practiced these austerities not for material benediction but for the satisfaction of the Supreme Lord. One may engage in any business—material or spiritual—but the purpose should be the satisfaction of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. This verse presents a perfect picture of Vedic civilization. People training to become devotees should be respectful not only to the Supreme Personality of Godhead but also to those who are elderly in knowledge, who are Äryans and actual devotees of the Lord. An Äryan is one who does not boast, but is an actual devotee of the Lord. Äryan means "advanced." Formerly, those who claimed to be Äryans had to be devotees of the Lord. For instance, in Bhagavad-gétä (2.2) Kåñëa chastised Arjuna by saying that he was speaking like a non-Äryan.

"The Supreme Person [Bhagavän] said: My dear Arjuna, how have these impurities come upon you? They are not at all befitting a man who knows the progressive values of life. They do not lead to higher planets, but to infamy." Arjuna, the kñatriya, was refusing to fight despite being directly ordered by the Supreme Lord. He was thus chastised by the Lord as belonging to a non-Äryan family. Anyone who is advanced in the devotional service of the Lord certainly knows his duty. It does not matter whether his duty is violent or nonviolent. If it is sanctioned and ordered by the Supreme Lord, it must be performed. An Äryan performs his duty. It is not that the Äryans are unnecessarily inimical to living entities. The Äryans never maintain slaughterhouses, and they are never enemies of poor animals. The Pracetäs underwent severe austerities for many, many years, even within the water. Accepting austerities and penances is the avowed business of those interested in advanced civilization.

The word nirandhasäm means "without food." Eating voraciously and unnecessarily is not the business of an Äryan. Rather, the eating process should be restricted as far as possible. When Äryans eat, they eat only prescribed eatables. Regarding this, the Lord says in Bhagavad-gétä (9.26):

"If one offers Me with love and devotion a leaf, a flower, fruit or water, I will accept it." Thus there are restrictions for the advanced Äryans. Although the Lord Himself can eat anything and everything, He restricts Himself to vegetables, fruits, milk and so on. This verse thus describes the activities of those who claim to be Äryans.

SB 4.30.44

Thereafter all the Pracetäs emerged from the waters of the sea. They then saw that all the trees on land had grown very tall, as if to obstruct the path to the heavenly planets. These trees had covered the entire surface of the world. At this time the Pracetäs became very angry.

PURPORT

King Präcénabarhiñat left his kingdom before his sons arrived after their execution of penance and austerity. The sons, the Pracetäs, were ordered by the Supreme Personality of Godhead to come out of the water and go to the kingdom of their father in order to take care of that kingdom. However, when they came out, they saw that everything had been neglected due to the King's absence. They first observed that food grains were not being produced and that there were no agricultural activities. Indeed, the surface of the world was practically covered by very tall trees. It seemed as though the trees were determined to stop people from going into outer space to reach the heavenly kingdoms. The Pracetäs became very angry when they saw the surface of the globe covered in this way. 
They desired that the land be cleared for crops.

It is not a fact that jungles and trees attract clouds and rain, because we find rainfall over the sea. 
Human beings can inhabit any place on the surface of the earth by clearing jungles and converting land for agricultural purposes. 
People can keep cows, and all economic problems can be solved in that way. 
One need only work to produce grains and take care of the cows. 
The wood found in the jungles may be used for constructing cottages. 
In this way the economic problem of humanity can be solved. 
At the present moment there are many vacant lands throughout the world, and if they are properly utilized, there will be no scarcity of food. As far as rain is concerned, it is the performance of yajïa that attracts rain. As stated in Bhagavad-gétä (3.14):

annäd bhavanti bhütäni

parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù

yajïäd bhavati parjanyo

yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù

"All living bodies subsist on food grains, which are produced from rains. Rains are produced by performance of yajïa [sacrifice], and yajïa is born of prescribed duties." 
By performing sacrifice, man will have sufficient rainfall and crops.

Considerations of Seniority etc (respectful social dealings) from MANU SMRITI 
"The revealed scriptures, like Manu-samhita and similar others, are considered the standard books to be followed by human society. Thus the leader's teaching should be based on the principles of such standard sastras. One who desires to improve himself must follow the standard rules as they are practiced by the great teachers."
Bhagavad-Gita As It Is, 3.21 Purport
MANU SMRITI  
Chapter 1
100. Whatever exists in the world is, the property of the Brahmana; on account of the excellence of his origin. The Brahmana is, indeed, entitled to all. 

101. The Brahmana eats but his own food, wears but his own apparel, bestows but his own in alms; other mortals subsist through the benevolence of the Brahmana. 

Chapter 2 

121. He who habitually salutes and constantly pays reverence to the aged obtains an increase of four (things), (viz.) length of life, knowledge, fame, (and) strength.

(One who pays obeisances and humbly serves his superiors, his duration of life,

knowledge, fame and strength increases.)

 135. Know that a Brahmana of ten years and Kshatriya of a hundred years stand to each other in the relation of father and son; but between those two the Brahmana is the father.

136. Wealth, kindred, age, (the due performance of) rites, and, fifthly, sacred learning are titles to respect; but each later-named (cause) is more weighty (than the preceding ones).

137. Whatever man of the three (highest) castes possesses most of those five, both in number and degree, that man is worthy of honour among them; and (so is) also a Sudra who has entered the tenth (decade of his life).

138. Way must be made for a man in a carriage, for one who is above ninety years old, for one diseased, for the carrier of a burden, for a woman, for a Snataka, for the king, and for a bridegroom.

139. Among all those, if they meet (at one time), a Snataka and the king must be (most) honoured; and if the king and a Snataka (meet), the latter receives respect from the king. (Ed: see Ch. 11 below for definition of Snataka)

144.That (man) who truthfully fills both his ears with the Veda, (the pupil) shall

consider as his father and mother; he must never offend him. 

149. (The pupil) must know that that man also who benefits him by (instruction in) the Veda, be it little or much, is called in these (Institutes) his Guru, in consequence of that benefit (conferred by instruction in) the Veda.

150. That Brahmana who is the giver of the birth for the sake of the Veda and the teacher of the prescribed duties becomes by law the father of an aged man, even though he himself be a child.

151. Young Kavi, the son of Angiras, taught his (relatives who were old enough to be) fathers, and, as he excelled them in (sacred) knowledge, he called them “little sons”.

152. They, moved with resentment, asked the gods concerning that matter, and the gods, having assembled, answered, “The child has addressed you properly”.

153. For (a man) destitute of (sacred) knowledge is indeed a child, and he who teaches him the Veda is his father; for (the sages) have always said “child” to an ignorant man, and “father” to a teacher of the Veda.

154. Neither through years, nor through white (hairs), nor through wealth, nor through (powerful) kinsmen (comes greatness). The sages have made this law, as He who has learnt the Veda together with the Angas (Anukana) is (considered) great by us.

VIPRANAM JNANATO JYESTHYAM KSATRIYANAM TU VIRYATOH

VAISYANAM DHANYA-DHANATAH SUDRANAM EVA JANMATAH

155. The seniority of Brahmanas is from (sacred) knowledge, that of Kshatriyas from valour, that of Vaisyas from wealth in grain (and other goods), but that of Sudras alone from age.

NA TENA BRADDHO BHAVATI YENA ASYA PALITAM SIRAH

YO VAI YUVA'PYADHIYANAS TAM DEVAH STHAVIRAM VIDUH

156. A man is not therefore (considered) venerable because his head is gray; him who, though young, has learned the Veda, the gods consider to be venerable. 

(One cannot be called great or superior just because he has gray hairs on his

head, but even a young man, if he has sufficient wisdom, he is called a great

personality, even by the demigods.)

157. As an elephant made of wood, as an antelope made of leather, such is an unlearned Brahmana; those three have nothing but the names (of their kind).

158. As a eunuch is unproductive with women, as a cow with a cow is unprolific, and as a gift made to an ignorant man yields no reward, even so is a Brahmana useless, who (does) not (know) the Rikas.

162. A Brahmana should always fear homage as if it were poison; and constantly desire (to suffer) scorn as (he would long for) nectar.

163. For he who is scorned (nevertheless may) sleep with an easy mind, awake with an easy mind, and with an easy mind walk here among men; but the scorner utterly perishes.

164. A twice-born man who has been sanctified by the (employment of) the means, (described above) in due order, shall gradually and cumulatively perform the various austerities prescribed for (those who) study the Veda.

165. An Aryan must study the whole Veda together with the Rahasyas, performing at the same time various kinds of austerities and the vows prescribed by the rules (of the Veda).

166. Let a Brahmana who desires to perform austerities, constantly repeat the Veda; for the study of the Veda is declared (to be) in this world the highest austerity for a Brahmana.

167. Verily, that twice-born man performs the highest austerity up to the extremities of his nails, who, though wearing a garland, daily recites the Veda in private to the utmost of his ability.

MANU SMRITI  Chapter 11

236. (The pursuit of sacred) knowledge is the austerity of a Brahmana, protecting (the people) is the austerity of a Kshatriya, (the pursuit of) his daily business is the austerity of a Vaisya, and service the austerity of a Sudra.

MANU SMRITI  3/ 68-118:

 68. A householder has five slaughter-houses (as it were, viz.) the hearth, the grinding-stone, the broom, the pestle and mortar, the water-vessel, by using which he is bound (with the fetters of sin).

69. In order to successively expiate (the offences committed by means) of all these (five) the great sages have prescribed for householders the daily (performance of the five) great sacrifices.

70. Teaching (and studying) is the sacrifice (offered) to Brahman, the (offerings of water and food called) Tarpana the sacrifice to the manes, the burnt oblation the sacrifice offered to the gods, the Bali offering that offered to the Bhutas, and the hospitable reception of guests the offering to men.

71. He who neglects not these five great sacrifices, while he is able (to perform them), is not tainted by the sins (committed) in the five places of slaughter, though he constantly lives in the (order of) house (-holders).

72. But he who does not feed these five, the gods, his guests, those whom he is bound to maintain, the manes, and himself, lives not, though he breathes.

73. They call (these) five sacrifices also, Ahuta, Huta, Prahuta, Brahmya-huta, and Prasita.

74. Ahuta (not offered in the fire) is the muttering (of Vedic texts), Huta the burnt oblation (offered to the gods), Prahuta (offered by scattering it on the ground) the Bali offering given to the Bhutas, Brahmya-huta (offered in the digestive fire of Brahmanas), the respectful reception of Brahmana (guests), and Prasita (eaten) the (daily oblation to the manes, called) Tarpana.

75. Let (every man) in this (second order, at least) daily apply himself to the private recitation of the Veda, and also to the performance of the offering to the gods; for he who is diligent in the performance of sacrifices, supports both the movable and the immovable creation.

76. An oblation duly thrown into the fire, reaches the sun; from the sun comes rain, from rain food, therefrom the living creatures (derive their subsistence).

77. As all living creatures subsist by receiving support from air, even so (the members of) all orders subsist by receiving support from the householder.

78. Because men of the three (other) orders are daily supported by the householder with (gifts of) sacred knowledge and food, therefore (the order of) householders is the most excellent order. 

98. An offering made in the mouth-fire of Brahmanas rich in sacred learning and austerities, saves from misfortune and from great guilt. 

104. Those foolish householders who constantly seek (to live on) the food of others, become, in consequence of that (baseness), after death the cattle of those who give them food. 
(Ed: i.e. of even the cows and bulls who gave milk and grains which was not properly utilized in sacrifice according to the direction of sastra and the guru?)
 116. After the Brahmanas, the kinsmen, and the servants have dined, the householder and his wife may afterwards eat what remains.

117. Having honoured the gods, the sages, men, the manes, and the guardian deities of the house, the householder shall eat afterwards what remains.

118. He who prepares food for himself (alone), eats nothing but sin; for it is ordained that the food which remains after (the performance of) the sacrifices shall be the meal of virtuous men.

MANU SMRITI  Chapter 4 

84. Let him not accept presents from a king who is not descended from the Kshatriya race, nor from butchers, oil-manufacturers, and publicans, nor from those who subsist by the gain of prostitutes.

85. One oil-press is as (bad) as ten slaughter-houses, one tavern as (bad as) ten oil-presses, one brothel as (bad as) ten taverns, one king as (bad as) ten brothels.

86. A king is declared to be equal (in wickedness) to a butcher who keeps a hundred thousand slaughter-houses; to accept presents from him is a terrible (crime).

87. He who accepts presents from an avaricious king who acts contrary to the Institutes (of the sacred law), will go in succession to the following twenty-one hells:

88. Tamisra, Andhatamisra, Maharaurava, Raurava, the Kalasutra hell, Mahanaraka,

89. Samgivana, Mahaviki, Tapana, Sampratapana, Samghata, Sakakola, Kudmala, Putimrittika,

90. Lohasanku, Rigisha, Pathin, the (flaming) river, Salmala, Asipatravana, and Lohakaraka.

91. Learned Brahmanas, who know that, who study the Veda and desire bliss after death, do not accept presents from a king. 

186. Though (by his learning and sanctity) he may be entitled to accept presents, let him not attach himself (too much) to that (habit); for through his accepting (many) presents the divine light in him is soon extinguished.

187. Without a full knowledge of the rules, prescribed by the sacred law for the acceptance of presents, a wise man should not take anything, even though he may pine with hunger.

188. But an ignorant (man) who accepts gold, land, a horse, a cow, food, a dress, sesamum-grains, (or) clarified butter, is reduced to ashes like (a piece of) wood.

189. Gold and food destroy his longevity, land and a cow his body, a horse his eye (sight), a garment his skin, clarified butter his energy, sesamum-grains his offspring.

190. A Brahmana who neither performs austerities nor studies the Veda, yet delights in accepting gifts, sinks with the (donor into hell), just as (he who attempts to cross over in) a boat made of stone (is submerged) in the water.

191. Hence an ignorant (man) should be afraid of accepting any presents; for by reason of a very small (gift) even a fool sinks (into hell) as a cow into a morass. 

194. As he who (attempts to) cross water in a boat of stone sinks (to the bottom), even so an ignorant donor and an ignorant donee sink low. 

148. By daily reciting the Veda, by (the observance of the rules of) purification, by (practising) austerities, and by doing no injury to created beings, one (obtains the faculty of) remembering former births.

149. He who, recollecting his former existences, again recites the Veda, gains endless bliss by the continual study of the Veda. 

MANU SMRITI  Chapter 5

4. ‘Through neglect of the Veda-study, through deviation from the rule of conduct, through remissness (in the fulfilment of duties), and through faults (committed by eating forbidden) food, Death becomes eager to shorten the lives of Brahmanas.’

5. Garlic, leeks and onions, mushrooms and (all plants), springing from impure (substances), are unfit to be eaten by twice-born men.

6. One should carefully avoid red exudations from trees and (juices) flowing from incisions, the Selu (fruit), and the thickened milk of a cow (which she gives after calving).

8. The milk of a cow (or other female animal) within ten days after her calving, that of camels, of one-hoofed animals, of sheep, of a cow in heat, or of one that has no calf with her,

9. (The milk) of all wild animals excepting buffalo-cows, that of women, and all (substances turned) sour must be avoided.

10. Among (things turned) sour, sour milk, and all (food) prepared of it may be eaten, likewise what is extracted from pure flowers, roots, and fruit. 

A twice-born man who knowingly eats mushrooms, a village-pig, garlic, a village-cock, onions, or leeks, will become an outcast. [v.5.19.] 

He who unwittingly partakes of (any of) these six, shall perform a Samtapana (Krikkhra) or the lunar penance (Candrayana) of ascetics; in case (he who has eaten) any other (kind of forbidden food) he shall fast for one day (and a night ). [v.5.20.] 

Once a year a Brahmana must perform a Krikkhra penance, in order to atone for unintentionally eating (forbidden food) but for intentionally (eating forbidden food he must perform the penances prescribed) specially.

But all preparations of barley and wheat, as well as preparations of milk, may be eaten by twice-born men without being mixed with fatty (substances), though they may have stood for a long time. [v.5.25.]

If he has a strong desire (for meat) he may make an animal of clarified butter or one of flour, (and eat that); but let him never seek to destroy an animal without a (lawful) reason. [v.5.37.] 

As many hairs as the slain beast has, so often indeed will he who killed it without a (lawful) reason suffer a violent death in future births. [v.5.38.]
[“Cow-killers are condemned to rot in hellish life for as many thousands of years as there are hairs on the body of the cow.”   (Çré Caitanya-caritämåta: Ädi-lélä 17.166)]

He who injures innoxious beings from a wish to (give) himself pleasure, never finds happiness, neither living nor dead. [v.5.45.] 

He who does not seek to cause the sufferings of bonds and death to living creatures, (but) desires the good of all (beings), obtains endless bliss. [v.5.46.] 

47. He who does not injure any (creature), attains without an effort what he thinks of, what he undertakes, and what he fixes his mind on.

He who permits (the slaughter of an animal), he who cuts it up, he who kills it, he who buys or sells (meat), he who cooks it, he who serves it up, and he who eats it, (must all be considered as) the slayers (of the animal). [v.5.51.] 

There is no greater sinner than that (man) who, though not worshipping the gods or the manes (forefathers), seeks to increase (the bulk of) his own flesh by the flesh of other (beings). [v.5.52.]

Me he (mam sah)’ will devour in the next (world), whose flesh I eat in this (life); the wise declare this (to be) the real meaning of the word ‘flesh’ (mamsah). [v.5.55.] 

106. Among all modes of purification, purity in (the acquisition of) wealth is declared to be the best; for he is pure who gains wealth with clean hands, not he who purifies himself with earth and water. (Ed:see below)
MANU SMRITI  Chapter 6
40. For that twice-born man, by whom not the smallest danger even is caused to created beings, there will be no danger from any (quarter), after he is freed from his body.
68. In order to preserve living creatures, let him always by day and by night, even with pain to his body, walk, carefully scanning the ground. 

69. In order to expiate (the death) of those creatures which he unintentionally injures by day or by night, an ascetic shall bathe and perform six suppressions of the breath. 

73. Let him recognise by the practice of meditation the progress of the individual soul through beings of various kinds, (a progress) hard to understand for unregenerate men. 

74. He who possesses the true insight (into the nature of the world), is not fettered by his deeds; but he who is destitute of that insight, is drawn into the circle of births and deaths. 

75. By not injuring any creatures, by detaching the senses (from objects of enjoyment), by the rites prescribed in the Veda, and by rigorously practising austerities, (men) gain that state (even) in this (world). 
MANU SMRITI  Chapter 8
304. A king who (duly) protects (his subjects) receives from each and all the sixth part of their spiritual merit; if he does not protect them, the sixth part of their demerit also (will fall on him). 

305. Whatever (merit a man gains by) reading the Veda, by sacrificing, by charitable gifts, (or by) worshipping (Gurus and gods), the king obtains a sixth part of that in consequence of his duly protecting (his kingdom). 

306. A king who protects the created beings in accordance with the sacred law and smites those worthy of corporal punishment, daily offers (as it were) sacrifices at which hundred thousands (are given as) fees. 

307. A king who does not afford protection, (yet) takes his share in kind, his taxes, tolls and duties, daily presents and fines, will (after death) soon sink into hell. 

308. They declare that a king who affords no protection, (yet) receives the sixth part of the produce, takes upon himself all the foulness of his whole people. 

309. Know that a king who heeds not the rules (of the law), who is an atheist, and rapacious, who does not protect (his subjects, but) devours them, will sink low (after death). 

MANU SMRITI  Chapter 9
313. Let him not, though fallen into the deepest distress, provoke Brahmanas to anger; for they, when angered, could instantly destroy him together with his army and his vehicles. 

314. Who could escape destruction, when he provokes to anger those (men), by whom the fire was made to consume all things, by whom the (water of the) ocean was made undrinkable, and by whom the moon was made to wane and to increase again? 

315. Who could prosper, while he injures those (men) who provoked to anger, could create other worlds and other guardians of the world, and deprive the gods of their divine station? 

316. What man, desirous of life, would injure them to whose support the (three) worlds and the gods ever owe their existence, and whose wealth is the Veda? 

317. A Brahmana, be he ignorant or learned, is a great divinity, just as the fire, whether carried forth (for the performance of a burnt-oblation) or not carried forth, is a great divinity. 

318. The brilliant fire is not contaminated even in burial-places, and, when presented with oblations (of butter) at sacrifices, it again increases mightily. 

319. Thus, though Brahmanas employ themselves in all (sorts of) mean occupations, they must be honoured in every way; for (each of) them is a very great deity. 

320. When the Kshatriyas become in any way overbearing towards the Brahmanas, the Brahmanas themselves shall duly restrain them; for the Kshatriyas sprang from the Brahmanas. 

321. Fire sprang from water, Kshatriyas from Brahmanas, iron from stone; the all-penetrating force of those (three) has no effect on that whence they were produced. 

322. Kshatriyas prosper not without Brahmanas, Brahmanas prosper not without Kshatriyas; Brahmanas and Kshatriyas, being closely united, prosper in this (world) and in the next. 

323. But (a king who feels his end drawing nigh) shall bestow all his wealth, accumulated from fines, on Brahmanas, make over his kingdom to his son, and then seek death in battle. 

325. Thus the eternal law concerning the duties of a king has been fully declared; know that the following rules apply in (due) order to the duties of Vaisyas and Sudras. 

326. After a Vaisya has received the sacraments and has taken a wife, he shall be always attentive to the business whereby he may subsist and to (that of) tending cattle. 

327. For when the Lord of creatures (Pragapati) created cattle, he made them over to the Vaisya; to the Brahmana, and to the king he entrusted all created beings. 

328. A Vaisya must never (conceive this) wish, I will not keep cattle; and if a Vaisya is willing (to keep them), they must never be kept by (men of) other (castes). 

329. (A Vaisya) must know the respective value of gems, of pearls, of coral, of metals, of (cloth) made of thread, of perfumes, and of condiments. 

330. He must be acquainted with the (manner of) sowing of seeds, and of the good and bad qualities of fields, and he must perfectly know all measures and weights. 

331. Moreover, the excellence and defects of commodities, the advantages and disadvantages of (different) countries, the (probable) profit and loss on merchandise, and the means of properly rearing cattle. 

332. He must be acquainted with the (proper), wages of servants, with the various languages of men, with the manner of keeping goods, and (the rules of) purchase and sale. 

333. Let him exert himself to the utmost in order to increase his property in a righteous manner, and let him zealously give food to all created beings. 

334. But to serve Brahmanas (who are) learned in the Vedas, householders, and famous (for virtue) is the highest duty of a Sudra, which leads to beatitude. 

335. (A Sudra who is) pure, the servant of his betters, gentle in his speech, and free from pride, and always seeks a refuge with Brahmanas, attains (in his next life) a higher caste. 

336. The excellent law for the conduct of the (four) castes (varna), (when they are) not in distress, has been thus promulgated; now hear in order their (several duties) in times of distress. 
MANU SMRITI  Chapter 10
81. But a Brahmana, unable to subsist by his peculiar occupations just mentioned, may live according to the law applicable to Kshatriyas; for the latter is next to him in rank. 

82. If it be asked, ‘How shall it be, if he cannot maintain himself by either (of these occupations?’ the answer is), he may adopt a Vaisya’s mode of life, employing himself in agriculture and rearing cattle. 

83. But a Brahmana, or a Kshatriya, living by a Vaisya’s mode of subsistence, shall carefully avoid (the pursuit of) agriculture, (which causes) injury to many beings and depends on others. 

84. (Some) declare that agriculture is something excellent, (but) that means of subsistence is blamed by the virtuous; (for) the wooden (implement) with iron point injuries the earth and (the beings) living in the earth. 

85. But he who, through a want of means of subsistence, gives up the strictness with respect to his duties, may sell, in order to increase his wealth, the commodities sold by Vaisyas, making (however) the (following) exceptions. 

86. He must avoid (selling) condiments of all sorts, cooked food and sesamum, stones, salt, cattle, and human (beings), 

87. All dyed cloth, as well as cloth made of hemp, or flax, or wool, even though they be not dyed, fruit, roots, and (medical) herbs 

88. Water, weapons, poison, meat, Soma, and perfumes of all kinds, fresh milk, honey, sour milk, clarified butter, oil, wax, sugar, Kusa-grass; 

89. All beasts of the forest, animals with fangs or tusks, birds, spirituous liquor, indigo, lac, and all one-hoofed beasts. 

90. But he who subsists by agriculture, may at pleasure sell unmixed sesamum grains for sacred purposes, provided he himself has grown them and has not kept them long. 

91. If he applies sesamum to any other purpose but food, anointing, and charitable gifts, he will be born (again) as a worm and, together with his ancestors, be plunged into the ordure of dogs. 

92. By (selling) flesh, salt, and lac a Brahmana at once becomes an outcast; by selling milk he becomes (equal to) a Sudra in three days. 

129. No collection of wealth must be made by a Sudra, even though

he be able (to do it); for a Sudra who has acquired wealth, gives pain
to Brahmanas
MANU SMRITI  Chapter 11

1. Him who wishes (to marry for the sake of having) offspring, him who wishes to perform a sacrifice, a traveller, him who has given away all his property, him who begs for the sake of his teacher, his father, or his mother, a student of the Veda, and a sick man,

2. These nine Brahmanas one should consider as Snatakas, begging in order to fulfil the sacred law; to such poor men gifts must be given in proportion to their learning.
3. To these most excellent among the twice-born, food and presents (of money) must be given; it is declared that food must be given to others outside the sacrificial enclosure.

4. But a king shall bestow, as is proper, jewels of all sorts, and presents for the sake of sacrifices on Brahmanas learned in the Vedas.

13. On failure of him, it goes to the king, with the exception of a Brâhmana's property
14. The property of a Brähmaëa goes to (other) Brähmaëas.

89. Of all pure things, pure food is pronounced the most excellent; for he who eats pure food only, is truly pure, not he who is only purified with earth and water. (Ed: see above)
Chapter XLIV. (44)
1. Now after having suffered the torments inflicted in the hells, the evil-doers pass into animal bodies.

8. Those who have committed a crime rendering them unworthy to receive alms, enter the bodies of cattle.

18. One who has stolen milk, becomes a crow.

20. One who has stolen clarified butter, becomes an ichneumon.

25. One who has stolen sour milk, becomes a crane.

29. One who has stolen a cow, becomes an iguana.

43. One who has stolen cattle, becomes a vulture.

45. Women, who have committed similar thefts, receive the same ignominious punishment: they become females to those male animals.

Chapter LI. (51)
1. A drinker of spirituous liquor must abstain from all religious rites and subsist on grains separated from the husk for a year.

2. If a man has (knowingly) tasted any of the (twelve) unclean excretions of the body, or of the (twelve) intoxicating drinks, he must perform the Chândrâyana penance.

3. Likewise, if he has (knowingly) eaten garlic, or onions, or red garlic, or any plant which has a similar flavour (to that of garlic or onions), or the meat of village pigs, of tame cocks (and other tame birds), of apes, and of cows. (Ed: of cows having died naturally?)
4. In all those cases men belonging to a twice-born caste have to be initiated a second time, after the penance is over.

5. On their second initiation, the tonsure, the girding with the sacred string, the wearing of the staff, and the begging of alms shall be omitted.

6. If a man has (unawares) eaten meat of a fivetoed animal, with the exception of the hare, the porcupine, the iguana, the rhinoceros, and the tortoise, he must fast for seven days.
7. If he has eaten the food of a multitude of persons, of a harlot, of a thief, or of a singer, 

he must subsist upon milk for seven days.

8. And[1] (if he has eaten) the food of a carpenter or of a leather manufacturer;

[8. 1 'As shown by ka, "and," other persons who have a dishonourable profession, such as fishermen, have also to be understood.' (Nand.)]

9. Or of a usurer, of a miser, of one who has performed the initiatory ceremony of a Soma-sacrifice, of a jailer, of an Abhisasta, or of a eunuch;

[9. Abhisasta means 'accused of a heinous crime,' i.e. 'a person of bad repute.' (Nand.) See also Dr. Bühler's notes on Âpast. I, 9, 24, 6, and on Gaut. XVII, 17.]

10. Or of a dissolute woman, of a hypocrite, of a physician, of a hunter, of a hard-hearted or cruel person, and of one who eats the leavings of food;

11. Or of a woman who has neither husband nor son, of a goldsmith, of an enemy, or of an outcast:

12. Or of a malignant informer, of a liar, of one who has transgressed the law, and of one who sells himself, or who sells (molasses or other) liquids and condiments;

13. Or of a public dancer, of a weaver, of an ungrateful man, or of a dyer of clothes;

14. Or (the food) of a blacksmith, of a man of the Nishâda tribe (who subsist by fishing), of a stageplayer[1], of a worker in cane, or of a seller of weapons;

[14. 'This is the usual meaning of the term rangâvatârin. Nand. explains it by 'wrestlers and the like.']

15. Or of a trainer of dogs, of a distiller of spirituous liquor, of an oil manufacturer, or of a washerman;

16. Or (the food) of a woman in her courses (whether belonging to her, or dressed for her), or of one who lives under one roof with the paramour of his wife;

17. Or (food) which has been looked at by the killer of an embryo (of a Brâhmana), or which has been touched by a woman in her courses, or nibbled by a bird[1], or touched by a dog, or smelt at by a cow;

18. Or that which has been designedly touched with the foot, or that which has been sneezed at;

19. Or the food of insane, or wrathful, or sick persons;

20. Or (food that is given) in a disrespectful manner, or the meat (of animals killed) for no sacred purpose.
35. For eating (unawares) stale food, [other than a mess prepared with barley (such as cakes), or with wheat (such as, gruel), or with milk (boiled with rice, or mixed with coagulated milk, or otherwise dressed), and dishes sprinkled with fat (such as clarified butter), sour gruel, and sweetmeats, ] he must fast (for one day). (Ed: This edict for eating stale food does not apply to prasadam of course, which should be honoured immediately no matter how old it is or from how far it has been transported.)
36. Likewise, (for eating unawares) the juice flowing from an incision in a tree, (plants raised in) unclean substances (such as excrements and the like), and the red exudation of trees.

37. Also, (for eating unawares) the root of the water-lily; (and for eating) rice boiled with sesamum. Or with beans, Samyâva[1], rice boiled in milk with sugar, pastry, Sashkulî (cakes), or food destined for the gods, if those dishes have not been announced to the gods first; and (for eating) food destined for burnt-oblations.

 [37. 1 Nand. interprets this term by utkarikâ, which, according to Wilson, is a sort of sweetmeat made with milk, treacle, and clarified butter. Kullûka (on M. V, 7) has a somewhat different interpretation.]

38. Also, for tasting the milk of any animal, save the milk of cows, goats, and buffalos (and for tasting any eatables made of such milk)[1].

 [38. 1 Nand. infers from the use of the particle ca that the same penance is ordained for tasting any other production of those animals, as e. g. their excrements.]

39. Also, (for tasting the milk) of those animals (cows and the rest) within ten days after their giving birth to a young one.

40. And (for tasting) the milk of a cow whose milk flows of itself, of one that has just taken the bull[1], or of one whose calf is dead[2].

 [40. 1 Sandhinî means 'a cow that has just taken the bull,' or 'a female animal that gives milk once a day,' or 'a cow that is milked by the calf of another cow.' (Nand.) Haradatta (see Âpast. I, 5, 17, 23; Gaut. XVII, 25) interprets it by 'an animal giving milk while big with young.' For other interpretations, see the Petersburg Dictionary.--2 'The particle ca indicates that animals bearing twins have also to be included in this prohibition.' (Nand.) See Gaut. loc. cit.]

41. And (for tasting the milk of a cow) that has been feeding upon ordures.

42. And (for tasting) any such food as has turned sour (but not that which is sour by nature, like sorrel), except sour milk (and what is made with it).

45. If he eats honey or meat (at any time), he must perform the Prâgâpatya penance.

59. Let no Brâhmana ever eat (the flesh of) beasts which has not been consecrated with Mantras; but if it has been consecrated with Mantras, he may eat it, following the eternal rule (laid down in the Veda). 

60. As many hairs as the beast has, which he has slain in this world, for so many days will the killer of a beast for other purposes than a (Srauta or Smârta) sacrifice, suffer terrible pangs in this world and in the next[1].

[60. 1 My ( Ed: Julius Jolly) translation follows Nand. It is, however, doubtful, whether the reading is correct; see Manu V, 38.]
62. The sin of him who kills deer for the sake of gain, is not so great (and visited less heavily) in the world to come, than the sin of him who eats meat which has not been offered to the gods.

[62. This is because the former kills animals in order to support his family, whereas the latter eats meat merely in order to tickle his palate. (Nand.)]

63. Plants, cattle, trees, amphibious animals, and birds, which have been destroyed for the purposes of sacrifice, obtain exaltation in another existence (in which they are born as Gandharvas, or other beings of a high rank). (Ed: in Kali yuga sacrifice of cows is forbidden)
66. A self-controlled[1] man of a twice-born caste, whether he be a householder, or be dwelling with his spiritual teacher, or in the forest, must never slay an animal in opposition to the precepts of the Veda, even in cases of distress.

[66. 1 Nand. interprets the term âtmavân by samnyâsî, 'an ascetic, or member of the fourth order,' apparently because the first three orders are mentioned in this Sloka. I have followed Kullûka's interpretation (on M.V, 43).]

67. That slaughter which is in accordance with the precepts of the Veda, and has been fixed for this world of movable and immovable creatures, should be considered as no slaughter at all; because it is from the Veda that law shines forth.

68. He who hurts animals that do not hurt any one, merely in order to afford pleasure to himself, will never obtain happiness, whether living or dead[1].

[68. 1 'But it is no sin to kill tigers or other beasts of prey.' (Nand.)]

69. He who gives no living creature intentionally the pain of confining or killing (or hurting) it, from benevolence towards all (creatures), will enjoy everlasting happiness.
70. Whatever he thinks of, whatever he strives for, and whatever he desires in his heart, all that is easily obtained by him who does not injure any created being.

71. Meat cannot be obtained without injuring an animal, and the murder of animals excludes the murderer from heaven, therefore must meat be avoided.

72. Reflecting upon the origin of flesh[1] and upon the (sin of) hurting or confining animated creatures, he must abstain from animal food of any kind.

[72. 1 The human soul is enveloped in six sheaths, three of which come from the father, and three from the mother. The three that come from the mother are skin, flesh, and blood. Now flesh is said in the Sruti to be derived from the menstrual discharge, and the latter is one of the species of forbidden food. (Nand.)]

73. He who transgresses not the law and eats not flesh like a Pisâka, is beloved by men and remains free from disease.

74. He who gives his consent to the killing of an animal, he who cuts it up, he who kills it, the purchaser and the seller, he who prepares it, he who serves it up, and he who eats it, all these are denominated slaughterers of an animal.  (Ed; see Manu Samhita v,31)
75. There is no greater sinner than he who, without giving their share to the manes and to the gods, wants to increase his own flesh with the flesh of another creature.

76. Those two, he who performs a horse-sacrifice annually for a hundred years and he who does not eat meat, shall both obtain the same recompense for their virtue.

77. By eating (wild rice or other) sacred fruits or roots, and by living upon such grains as are the food of hermits, a man does not reap so high a reward as by avoiding meat

78. (An eater of flesh must say within himself), Me he (mâm sa) will eat in the next world, whose flesh I am tasting here.[1] This, say the learned, is the derivation of the word flesh (mâmsa).
References from Parasara Samhita:

1/26. “In the Krita sin is incurred by one who converses (with a sinner) ; in the Treta by one who touches (the sinful man) ; in the Dvapara by taking the sinner's food ; in the Kali by a (sinful) act (alone) . 

1/32. “Life in the Krita has its seat in the bones; in the Treta it has its seat in the flesh ; in the Dvapara the blood is the seat of life ; in the Kali, however, life is dependent upon food and the like. 
9/47. When spectators keep aloof, and refrain from giving help to cows or bulls in distress they are affected by sin. 

9/58. In this world, if a person, who has been guilty of the sin of killing a cow, makes an attempt to conceal the fact, undoubtedly he goes to the frightful hell Kalasutra. 

9/59. Released from that hell, he is born again in the mortal world, a feeble and impotent man, leprous and wretched, for seven successive existences. 

9/60. Therefore sin should ever be disclosed; and the prescribed penance should always be performed. One should forswear immoderate wrath towards a woman, a child, a cow or a Brahman. 

11/9—10. If a regenerate man, without knowledge, partakes of the milk of a cow that has recently calved, or if he eats the white garlic, or the egg-fruit, or the red garlic, or onion, or a juicy exudation from a tree, or the property of a god, or mushrooms, or the milk of a female camel or a female antelope; - after fasting three nights, and eating the five articles derived from a cow, he becomes pure. 

11/38. The god Varuna is in the urine of the cow; the god of sacrificial fire in the cow-dung ; the god of wind in the curd ; the moon in the milk ; and the sun in the ghee . 

11/29. When the sun or the moon is seized by rahu, [I. e., when a solar or a lunar eclipse takes place], all water becomes as pure as the water of the Ganga, so far as bathing and giving, and other religious rites are concerned. 

12/48. A piece of land, upon which may stand, without being closely tied, a hundred cows, and a single bull — ten times the area of such a field -is called a gocharma (cow's hide) of land. 

12/49. By making a gift of a gocharma quantity of land, a person is freed from all sins, such as the killing of a Brahmana, and like other sins, which he may have committed, by word of mouth, or in thought, or in deed. 

12/51. A person who wrongfully appropriates land can never be pure, although be may excavate tanks, wells, reservoirs and the like, and perform a hundred Vajapeya and other sacrifices, or may present a crore ( ten million) of cows. 

Krisi Parasara:

8. Farming is blessed. Farming is sacred. Granted that a vaisya is exposed to the sin of injury to others (creatures, insects, etc in the process of tilling, etc) worship of unnanounced guests can expiate him from the same.
82 Only the capable, motivated by the welfare of people should undertake farming. An incapable vaisya lands himself in poverty.

83. An agriculturist who looks after the welfare of his cattle, visits his farms daily, has the knowledge of the seasons, is careful about the seeds, and is industrious is rewarded with the harvests of all kinds and never perishes.

153. One who styles himself as an agriculturist without ever operating a plow himself is conceited by his (physical or financial) power. His farming (Ed: and claim as a vaisya?) is in vain!

It was about 5:30 in the morning and Çréla Prabhupäda called me into his sitting room wanting to know why Syamasundara and Pradyumna were still sleeping.

"I don't know," I replied.

Çréla Prabhupäda told me to bring them to his room. When we returned, he told us we must conquer over sleep.

"Rising early and taking a cold shower is not austerity, 
but just common sense and good hygiene," 
Çréla Prabhupäda said. Then, revealing a wonderful truth, His Divine Grace told us, 
"By chanting 16 rounds, following the regulative principles, rising early, reducing one's eating and sleeping, one gets spiritual energy. 

If one follows these guidelines for 12 years, 
all he speaks will be per fect!"

Parasara Samhita Ch. Three
61 — 62. The sayings of Brahmanas must receive acceptance; otherwise is incurred the sin of killing a child in the womb. The Brahmanas are peripatetic places of pilgrimage, so are righteous persons; what they utter is like the water from a holy pool. It washes the sins of unclean men. What the Brahmanas say is respected by the deities themselves. 

63—66. In a Brahmana are united all the gods. What he says never turns false
The Institutes of Visnu XIX.
20. The gods are invisible deities, the Brâhmanas are visible deities.

21. The Brâhmanas sustain the world.

22. It is by the favour of the Brâhmanas that the gods reside in heaven; a speech uttered by Brâhmanas (whether a curse or a benediction) never fails to come true.

23. What the Brâhmanas pronounce, when highly pleased (as, if they promise sons, cattle, wealth, or some other boon to a man), the gods will ratify; when the visible gods are pleased, the invisible gods are surely pleased as well.

satyam—true; vidhätum—to prove; nija-bhåtya-bhäñitam—the words of His own servant (Prahläda Mahäräja, who had said that his Lord is present everywhere); vyäptim—the pervasion; ca—and; bhüteñu—among the living entities and elements; akhileñu—all; ca—also; ätmanaù—of Himself; adåçyata—was seen; ati—very; adbhuta—wonderful; rüpam—form; udvahan—taking; stambhe—in the pillar; sabhäyäm—within the assembly; na—not; mågam—an animal; na—nor; mänuñam—a human being.

TRANSLATION

To prove that the statement of His servant Prahläda Mahäräja was substantial—in other words, to prove that the Supreme Lord is present everywhere, even within the pillar of an assembly hall—the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Hari, exhibited a wonderful form never before seen. The form was neither that of a man nor that of a lion. Thus the Lord appeared in His wonderful form in the assembly hall.

PURPORT

When Hiraëyakaçipu asked Prahläda Mahäräja, "Where is your Lord? Is He present in this pillar?" Prahläda Mahäräja fearlessly replied, "Yes, my Lord is present everywhere." Therefore, to convince Hiraëyakaçipu that the statement of Prahläda Mahäräja was unmistakably true, the Lord appeared from the pillar. The Lord appeared as half lion and half man so that Hiraëyakaçipu could not understand whether the great giant was a lion or a human being. To substantiate Prahläda's statement, the Lord proved that His devotee, as declared in Bhagavad-gétä, is never vanquished (kaunteya pratijänéhi na me bhaktaù praëaçyati [Bg. 9.31]). Prahläda Mahäräja's demoniac father had repeatedly threatened to kill Prahläda, but Prahläda was confident that he could not be killed, since he was protected by the Supreme Lord. By appearing from the pillar, the Lord encouraged His devotee, saying in effect, "Don't worry. I am present here." By manifesting His form as Nåsiàha-deva, the Lord also preserved the truth of Lord Brahmä's promise that Hiraëyakaçipu was not to be killed by any animal or any man. The Lord appeared in a form that could not be said to be fully a man or a lion.

S.B. 5.3.17 
The word avitatha-gérbhiù means "they whose spoken vibrations cannot be nullified." The brähmaëas (dvija, the twice-born), are given a chance by the çästric regulations to become almost as powerful as the Supreme Lord. 

Whatever a brähmaëa speaks cannot be nullified or changed 

in any circumstance. 

According to the Vedic injunctions, a brähmaëa is the mouth of the Supreme Personality of Godhead; therefore in all rituals a brähmaëa is offered food (brähmaëa-bhojana) because when a brähmaëa eats, it is considered that the Supreme Lord Himself eats. 

Similarly, whatever a brähmaëa speaks cannot be changed. It must act.
Srimad Bhagavatam 5.5.23 
O respectful brahmanas, as far as I am concerned, no one is equal or superior to the brahmanas in this world. I do not find anyone comparable to them. 
When people know My motive 
after performing rituals according to the Vedic principles, 
they offer food to Me with faith and love through the mouth of a brahmana. 
When food is thus offered unto Me, I eat it with full satisfaction. 
Indeed, I derive more pleasure from food offered in that way than from the food offered in the sacrificial fire.

Srimad Bhagavatam 3.16.8  -  The conclusion is that if one can feed a brahmana or Vaishnava, it is better than performing hundreds of thousands of sacrifices. In this age, therefore, it is recommended that 
harer nama – chanting the holy name of God – and pleasing the Vaishnava 
are the only means to elevate oneself to spiritual life.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We worship everything. 

We worship everything, see Kåñëa everywhere. 

We don't see the tree. We see Kåñëa's energy. 
Therefore the tree's also worshipable 
because Kåñëa and Kåñëa's energy both are worshipable. 
Therefore we say Hare Kåñëa. 
Hare means Kåñëa's energy. 
We worship everything. 
In our childhood we are taught by our parents, if there is small grain and if it is strut (stuck?) on the feet, we shall pick it up and touch on the forehead. We are taught like this, how to see everything in relationship with Kåñëa. That is Kåñëa conscious. 

We cannot therefore see anything wasted, 
anything misused. 
Why you are preaching? Why we are after so many rascals? 

That his life is being misused. 

Let us give him some enlightenment. This is our mission. Or let him go to hell. Just like Mäyävädé sannyäsés, they're engaged in meditation or in the Himalayas, but we have come to Los Angeles. Why? This is our mission.

This is our mission. 
We are teaching that, how to utilize everything for Kåñëa.

And we say that there is nothing material. Dovetail everything with Kåñëa. In the Bhagavad-gétä it is said, mäà ca yo 'vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena sevate, sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate. "Anyone who is engaged in devotional service, he's immediately promoted to the transcendental platform, brahma." He becomes brahma. Now, somebody may say, "Oh, we see he has got the same body, how he has become brahma?" And how Kåñëa says, "Yes, he has already become brahma." How to adjust?

Paramahaàsa: Like the flower.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The same thing. Yes. As soon as everything is understood in Kåñëa consciousness, 
that is brahma-bhüta stage. 
That is liberated stage. 
Everything is created by Kåñëa. Everything is meant for Kåñëa. Everything should be engaged for Kåñëa. 
That is Kåñëa consciousness life. That is perfect life. 
Somebody asked me, (Ed: Melbourne?)

"Why you have come to this country?" 

It is not your country.

I've not come to your country, 

I've come to Kåñëa's country. (laughter)

Devotee: We are trespassing.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Why shall I come to your country. I've come to Kåñëa's country.

Ädi-keçava: When we were coming over here, we were discussing how in this whole park, there is this big huge park, and only two or three men maintain the whole park because they don't have enough money to pay them. Yet if you go to the street not so far down from the temple, there are so many men just sitting in the street doing nothing all day long. And yet they say there is a shortage of men to work in this place to make it nice.

Prabhupäda: It is defective training, bad civilization. They cannot employ everyone. (break) ...religion stresses that everyone should be engaged. No one should remain idle. That is the government's duty. Bad government.

Ädi-keçava: But the government says it is every man's freedom to work or not to work.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is his irresponsible government: "It is man's freedom--he may eat or may not eat." It is saying like that.

Ambaréña: They would rather not work if they don't have to.

Prabhupäda: Why we are working? Eh? Why we are not for that freedom, that "We shall not work"? Why we have engaged ourself for working?

Ädi-keçava: For Kåñëa.

Prabhupäda: So therefore must be the real center. Nobody is paying us any salary, superficially. But why we are working? (break) Therefore the slavery was there--"You must work." Those who are çüdras will not work. Therefore the slavery was there. (break)

Ädi-keçava: In this country, when they had the slavery, the masters were not qualified either.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is the defect. That is the defect. Either the master is defective or the servant is defective or the system is defective. That is material world. Doña-catuùsthäné, four

faults: mistake, illusion, cheating, and imperfectness. (break) ...the struggle for existence--one mistake after one mistake, one illusion after one, one imperfectness after another. Like that, it is going on. (break)

Mädhavänanda: It's our duty in society to show everyone how to work for Kåñëa and become happy in life.

Prabhupäda: That is yajïa. To work for Kåñëa means yajïa. Yajïarthe karma: "For yajïa, performing yajïa, one has to work." To work for Kåñëa means yajïa. That is performance of yajïa. (break) ...Communistic idea is borrowing this idea from... But because they are imperfect, they have made center, state. And because it is imperfect, it is not successful. They have made center the state. (break) Tamo-guëa means laziness and sleep. The çüdras, they are in laziness and sleep. So if they have got something to eat, they will not work. Laziness. Or eat more and sleep. This is tamo-guëa. And rajo-guëa means they are working for sense gratification. That is also useless. Tamo-guëa is laziness and sleeping, and rajo-guëa means working foolishly or for sense gratification. And sattva-guëa means they know how to work. And therefore above this sattva-guëa they become devotee, work for Kåñëa. So without working for Kåñëa, everyone is under the spell of these modes of material nature. And there is no training how to work for Kåñëa. That is the defect of modern civilization.

WORD-FOR-WORD MEANINGS

mantra-guru—the initiating spiritual master; ära—and also; yata—as many (as there are); çikñä-guru-gaëa—all the instructing spiritual masters; täìhära—of all of them; caraëa—unto the lotus feet; äge—at first; kariye—I offer; vandana—respectful obeisances.

TRANSLATION

I first offer my respectful obeisances at the lotus feet of my initiating spiritual master and all my instructing spiritual masters.

PURPORT

Çréla Jéva Gosvämé, in his thesis Bhakti-sandarbha (202), has stated that uncontaminated devotional service is the objective of pure Vaiñëavas and that one has to execute such service in the association of other devotees. By associating with devotees of Lord Kåñëa, one develops a sense of Kåñëa consciousness and thus becomes inclined toward the loving service of the Lord. This is the process of approaching the Supreme Lord by gradual appreciation in devotional service. If one desires unalloyed devotional service, one must associate with devotees of Çré Kåñëa, for by such association only can a conditioned soul achieve a taste for transcendental love and thus revive his eternal relationship with Godhead in a specific manifestation and in terms of the specific transcendental mellow (rasa) that one has eternally inherent in him.

If one develops love for Kåñëa by Kåñëa conscious activities, one can know the Supreme Absolute Truth, but he who tries to understand God simply by logical arguments will not succeed, nor will he get a taste for unalloyed devotion. 
The secret is that one must submissively listen to those who know perfectly the science of God, and one must begin the mode of service regulated by the preceptor. 
A devotee already attracted by the name, form, qualities, etc., of the Supreme Lord may be directed to his specific manner of devotional service; he need not waste time in approaching the Lord through logic. The expert spiritual master knows well how to engage his disciple's energy in the transcendental loving service of the Lord, and thus he engages a devotee in a specific devotional service according to his special tendency. A devotee must have only one initiating spiritual master because in the scriptures acceptance of more than one is always forbidden. There is no limit, however, to the number of instructing spiritual masters one may accept. 
Generally a spiritual master who constantly instructs a disciple in spiritual science becomes his initiating spiritual master later on.
One should always remember that a person who is reluctant to accept a spiritual master and be initiated is sure to be baffled in his endeavor to go back to Godhead. One who is not properly initiated may present himself as a great devotee, but in fact he is sure to encounter many stumbling blocks on his path of progress toward spiritual realization, with the result that he must continue his term of material existence without relief. Such a helpless person is compared to a ship without a rudder, for such a ship can never reach its destination. 
It is imperative, therefore, that one accept a spiritual master if he at all desires to gain the favor of the Lord. 
The service of the spiritual master is essential. 
If there is no chance to serve the spiritual master directly, a devotee should serve him by remembering his instructions. 
There is no difference between the spiritual master's instructions and the spiritual master himself. 
In his absence, therefore, his words of direction should be the pride of the disciple. 
If one thinks that he is above consulting anyone else, including a spiritual master, he is at once an offender at the lotus feet of the Lord. 
Such an offender can never go back to Godhead. 
It is imperative that a serious person accept a bona fide spiritual master in terms of the çästric injunctions. Çré Jéva Gosvämé advises that one not accept a spiritual master in terms of hereditary or customary social and ecclesiastical conventions. One should simply try to find a genuinely qualified spiritual master for actual advancement in spiritual understanding.
First of all it is not difficult to notice that people have lost their spiritual interest. Those who are actually interested are all being cheated by so-called spiritualists. You cannot judge a movement simply by the number of its followers. If one man is genuine, then the movement is successful. It is not a question of quantity but quality.

[05:57]  But unfortunately, now nobody can recognize who is first-class and last class.

[06:03]  So for proper management of the whole society the first-class, second-class, third-class

[10:41]  vidya means, educated means, he is gentle, sober. He is not rogues and ruffian.

[10:48]  That is vidya. That is the test of education. He must be very sober and silent.

[10:56]  That is called gentleman, in one word.

[10:59]  ...brahma-bhutah prasannatm na socati na kanksati samah sarvesu bhutesu mad-bhaktim labhate param

[11:09]  When one is self-realized that he is not this body, he is the spirit soul, brahma-bhutah,

[11:19]  ...then these two things will be finished if you become spiritually situated.

[11:26]  brahma-bhutah prasannatma na socati na kanksat samah sarvesu bhutesu...

[11:34]  Unless one is spiritually realized, he cannot see equally everyone.

[11:41]  Then samah sarvesu bhutesu mad-bhaktim labhate param.

[11:48]  Then one can become real devotee of the Lord,

[11:53]  after surpassing the brahma-bhutah stage.

[11:59]  So this bhakti line is not so easy.

[12:05]  But ...what is Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu's instruction? Very simple.

[12:24]  harer nama harer nama harer nama eva kevalam

[12:24]  kalau nasty eva nasty eva nasty eva gatir anyatha [Cc. Adi 17.21]  

[12:24]  This is not Caitanya Mahaprabhu's personal version.

[12:32]  This is in the scripture, Vedic scripture. Brhan-Naradiya-Purana.

[12:39]  This instruction is there.

[12:44]  As people are fallen in this age the method also has been offered very simple.

[12:54]  They cannot follow any strong or severe austerities. It is not possible.

[13:02]  They have been recommended simply to chant the holy name of God.

[13:04]  That's all. Anyone can do. It is not difficult at all. Then if you say that "You are from India.

[13:13]  Your Caitanya is Indian, and He is recommending Hare Krsna. Why shall I chant?

[13:20]  I have got my own God." All right, if you have got your own God, then you chant His name.

[13:29]  Caitanya Mahaprabhu doesn't say that you chant simply Krsna's name.

[13:35]  If you have got any relationship with God and if you know His name and address,

[13:43]  then you chant His name.

[13:47]  Unfortunately, you do not know who is God; neither you know His address,

[14:50]  If you engage your senses in the service of the Lord, svayam eva sphuraty adah,

[14:57]  then Krsna will reveal to you that "Here I am." This is the process.

[15:03]  Now this word is very significant. Sevonmukhe hi jihvadau.

[15:09]  Jihva means tongue. If you simply engage your tongue in the service of the Lord,

[15:17]  you will gradually develop. So how to engage the tongue?

[15:23]  It is not said that "If you see, or if you touch, if you smell," no. "If you taste."

[15:34]  The business of the tongue-that we can taste nice foodstuff and we can vibrate.

[03:52]  it is now very developed, resourceful, because the intelligence has been utilized.

[04:02]  That is stated in the Bhagavad-gita. Mayadhyaksena prakrtih suyate sa-caracaram [Bg. 9.10]  .

[04:06]  Nature is a machine. So do you think a machine works without an operator? Do you think?

[04:15]  Is there any evidence? Now, this is a machine, photography, a wonderful machine.

[04:23]  It is taking the picture, and it will move. But there is an operator.

[06:41]  Where is the machine which is working without operator? Can you give any example,

[06:48]  "Here is a machine which is working without operator"?

[06:53]  So how do you think that the nature machine is working without the supreme operator,

[07:00]  God's instruction. How do you think it? This is not very reasonable. We have to judge.

[07:08]  There are different evidences. One of the evidence is hypothesis.

[07:15]  That hypothesis is that "Because we see that no machine works without operator, therefore

[07:28]  we should conclude it, even though we do not know what is God, what is the nature,

[07:32]  we must conclude it that the nature is working under some supreme operator.

[08:35]  "Now here I am. Under My direction the prakrti, the nature, material nature, is working."

[08:45]  So you accept. Then your business is done.

[08:51]  And Krsna gave evidences how He is controlling the nature.

[08:59]  When Krsna was seven years old, He lifted one big mountain on His finger.

[09:07]  That means the... Our understanding is that there is law of gravitation.

[09:16]  By law of gravitation, such a big mountain, it cannot stay in one man's finger.

[09:22]  That is our calculation. But He did it. That means He counteracted the law of gravitation.

[09:31]  That is God. So if you believe this, then you know God immediately.

[09:43]  There is no difficulty. Just like if the child is warned, "My dear child, do not touch fire.

[09:51]  It will burn you." So if the child accepts, then he gets the perfect knowledge immediately.

[09:58]  If the child does not accept, he wants to make experiment, then he will burn his finger.

[10:04]  So our process of knowledge-you should take from the supreme authority.

[10:12]  Then we save time for research work. That is Krsna consciousness movement.

[10:20]  We take perfect knowledge from Krsna. I may be imperfect. Just like child is imperfect,

[10:27]  so I may be imperfect, you may be imperfect, but if you take the perfect knowledge

[10:34]  from the supreme perfect, then your knowledge is perfect. That is the process.

[10:40]  This is called avaroha-pantha, knowledge coming, deductive knowledge.

[10:47]  So everything is there, and if you like to take advantage of this movement

[10:57]  and make your life perfect, go back to home, back to Godhead,

[11:03]  then fully utilize this center, our Melbourne center. Come here, read our books,

[11:11]  and argue. Try to understand with your full knowledge, no blindly acceptance.

[12:03]  Srila Prabhupada, when it is cited in the scriptures that Lord Brahma rides on a swan,

[12:14]  a hamsa, is this, are we to take this to mean it is a real swan, or is it something symbolic?

[12:23]  Not symbolic, it is fact. Why do you say symbolic?

[12:31]  It's rather unusual.

[12:34]  Unusual, what experience you have got? You have no experience.

[12:41]  Have you got any experience of other planetary system, what is there? Then?

[12:46]  Your experience is very teeny. So you should not calculate Brahma's life and other things

[12:54]  by your teeny experience.

[12:56]  Now, in the Bhagavad-gita it is said that the duration of life of Brahma,

[13:03]  sahasra-yuga-paryantam ahar yad brahmano viduh... [Bg. 8.17]  .

[13:08]  Now, Brahma's life, it is stated in the sastras.

[13:13]  We have already explained that we accept the authoritative statement of sastra.

[13:19]  Now, Brahma's life is stated there. Arhat means his one day is equal to our four yugas.

[13:31]  Four yugas means 4,300,000 years, and multiply it by one thousand, sahasra-yuga-paryantam.

[13:44]  Sahasra means one thousand. And yuga, yuga means the 4,300,000 years makes a yuga.

[13:54]  And multiply it by one thousand: that period is Brahma's one day.

[14:02]  Similarly, he has got one night. Similarly, he has got one month.

[14:08]  Similarly, he has got one year. And such hundred years he will live.

[14:12]  So how you can calculate? How it is within your experience?

[14:18]  You will think something mysterious. No. Your experience is nothing.

[14:26]  Therefore you have to take experience from the perfect person, Krsna.

[16:17]  are playing with Krsna, they have not come to this position in one day." Krta-punya-punjah.

[16:26]  "After life after life, having performed pious activities, now they have come to this

[16:34]  position that they are allowed to play with the Supreme."

[16:38]  How do you convince a person who says..., that they are suffering, when they're actually,

[16:43]  when they're saying they are happy and not afraid to die?

[16:46]  Someone who is not afraid to die and says that he's not suffering, how do...

[16:54]  He is a madman. That's all. Who is caring for madman's word?

[17:06]  It's very easy to convince some people that they're not their bodies,

[17:21]  but it's not very easy to convince them that they're not their minds.

[17:24]  Is there some way we can...

[17:27]  That will take time. How can you expect that in one minute everyone will understand everything?

[17:32]  It requires education, time. If he is prepared to give the time, then he will understand,

[17:39]  not that within five minutes, ten minutes, he will understand the whole thing.

[17:43]  That is not possible. He is a diseased man. He requires treatment, medicine, and diet.

[20:10]  Surrender means you surrender and work as Krsna says. That is surrender.
[20:17]  What Krsna says to do? Man-mana bhava mad-bhakto mad-yaji mam namaskuru.

[20:24]  Four things: "You always think of Me, and you become My devotee, you worship Me,

[20:32]  and offer your respectful obeisances unto Me." You do these four things?

[20:40]  That is full surrender. Mam evaisyasi asamsaya: "Then you come to Me without any doubt."

[20:47]  Everything is there. Krsna has given everything fully. If you accept it, then life is very simple.

[20:57]  There is no difficulty. Yes?

[21:07]  How long do you say it is before Krsna comes to this planet again in His physical, in human form?

[21:18]  Now calculate... Anyway, what is your Australian calculation? Let me know.

[22:28]  Yes, following Krsna. Krsna comes in the Dvapara-yuga. There are four periods of each yuga.

[22:36]  Similarly, Krsna, after finishing His business in this universe, He goes to another universe.

[22:43]  In this way the rotation takes eight million, nine billion years.

[22:49]  Just imagine how many universes are there. He stays in one universe for 125 years.

[22:57]  Everything is there, calculation, in the sastra.

[23:01]  Now we can imagine how many universes are there.

[23:06]  That is, altogether, material world. That is stated in the...

[23:13]  athava bahunaitena kim jnatena tavarjuna vistabhyaham idam krtsnam ekamsena sthito jagat

[23:22]  This material creation is one-fourth creation of the whole God's property.

[23:30]  And the three-fourth part is in the spiritual world. That is God. Not that cheap God,

[23:42]  "I am God," in this God. We don't accept such cheap God.

[23:52]  Because you're here(?) and all the devotees here are your disciples, Srila Prabhupada,

[23:58]  eternal disciples, eternal servitors. But what if we have to take birth in the material world

[24:05]  in the next life? How will we be able to render direct service unto you?

[24:09]  Yes. Even if you remain in the material... If you are not completed your spiritual life,

[24:17]  still, you will get good birth. Sucinam srimatam gehe yoga-bhrastoh sanjayate: [Bg. 6.41]  

[24:25]  "One who is failure in completing Krsna consciousness, then he is given next chance in a

[24:33]  very aristocratic family or very nice, pure brahmana's family so that he can again

[24:41]  cultivate Krsna consciousness next chance."

[24:49]  So everything is... There is process. If you follow the process, then you go back.

[24:55]  If you fall down, that is our fault. Therefore the life is meant for tapasya,

[25:05]  that Rsabhadeva's instruction, that our life should not be wasted like dogs and hogs and pigs.

[25:13]  It should be utilized for tapasya, for understanding our position.

[25:24]  Tapo putraka yena suddhyed sattva. This is the aim of life.

[25:31]  We have to purify our existence. At the present moment our existence is impurified.

[25:39]  Therefore we are subjected to birth, death, old age, and disease.

[25:43]  And as soon as we purify ourself, then we are not subjected to these four material laws.

[25:50]  Thank you very much. Hare Krsna.
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[00:06]  Therefore it is the viddhi marga. Viddhi marga means to work under the direction of the spiritual master.

[00:14]  Just like apprentice in a factory. One is working as apprentice, he does not know how to...

[00:25]  But gradually, when he becomes practiced  then he gets a good job, good salary. Is it not?

[00:36]  Similarly, this is apprenticeship. 

[00:38]  To rise early in the morning offer Mangal Arotik and bhog, this, that, so many rules and regulations. 

[00:44]  Then naturally there will be spontaneous love. In the beginning there is no spontaneous love.

[00:53]  One has to work under the direction of the spiritual master and sastra, scriptures.

[01:14]  Yes, they were saying that this was then a form of idol worship 

[01:18]  because there was no realization in the service...

[01:20]  No, no. Even if there is no realization, it is not idol. It is idol worship for the rascals, not for the devotees.

[01:32]  A devotee, under the direction of his spiritual master is engaged in the service of the Deity.

[01:42]  The idea is that you cannot approach the Supreme Lord in your present 

[01:53]  condition, therefore He has agreed to take your service, just like a stone.

[01:59]  You can handle stone, you can handle. But you cannot handle this, virat-rupa, the gigantic form.

[02:09]  So it is His mercy. Just like I have give this example many times. Just like a small letter-box, it is a Post Office. 

[02:21]  But for your facility, it is a box. It is Post Office. Actually it is Post Office. 

[02:30]  You put the letter and will go 10,000 miles away. How it goes?

[02:43]  It goes to the GPO and then it is dispatched. 

[02:45]  That's alright, because it is authorized. Therefore the work is being done.

[02:51]  You don't think "I have put it into a small box."

[02:55]  It has gone to the Post Office and work is going on.

[02:58]  Similarly, for your facility, Krishna has appeared before you as stone, as wood, but He is... 

[03:05]  Stone is also Krishna, that requires a little brain. He can take service in any form.

[03:12]  That is absolute. Because the stone is not different from Krishna. 

[03:17]  It is Krishna's energy. So He is able to take service from you in anyway.

[03:24]  Therefore you have to approach Him authorizedly.

[03:30]  If you imitate a small box in your... write simply the same letter box, red. 

[03:38]  That will not go. That will stay there for millions of years.

[03:43]  But the box which is authorized, that will go. Is it clear?

[03:50]  Tell these rascals, "It is not idol worship."
[04:44]  He knows, he has heard law or scripture book, this is sinful, and the man is going to be punished. 

[04:53]  But  still he will do it, still he will commit the same criminal acts. 

[05:01]  That means want of knowledge. He is embarrassed, 

[05:06]  he is so much in ignorance that he cannot restrain himself. 

[05:11]  So therefore if he doesn't do it then he remains always pure, always pure.

[05:20]  Initiation means he is purified. But if he does not contaminate again, then he remains purified.

[05:28]  But if he purposely contaminates again, that is his fault. 

[05:34]  Otherwise during the time of initiation he is completely freed from all sinful reactions. 

[05:43]  Completely freed. The spiritual master takes all the reaction of his sinful life.

[05:50]  Just like Krishna says, aham tvam...

[06:01]  This is the relationship stated in the... We have discussed in the Caitanya-caritamrta.

[06:09]  It is not a joke, accepting a disciple. It is not a joke. It is a very important task.

[06:19]  It is not that joke that you pay me $35 and I give you deliverance immediately 

[06:30]  and I push your eyes and you will see the light. 

[06:39]  These are, the both of them, going to Hell.
[06:54]  Caitanya Mahaprabhu has warned therefore that, "Don't make many disciples."

[06:59]  There is risk. But for preaching work a devotee takes the risk.

[07:06]  Alright, let me go to Hell, others may go to Krishna. 

[07:09]  That is just like Prahlada Maharaja says...

[07:16]  Christian philosophy. Is it not? You see. There love is so that "You go to Hell-let me enjoy." Just see.

[08:09]  ...varieties. There are three qualities. You multiply three into three. It becomes nine. 

[08:21]  And if you multiply nine into nine, you become, you see eighty-one. 

[08:28]  So therefore all these varieties of life, they are being controlled because... 

[08:38]  Not controlled. He accepts to be controlled. Prakrti does not want. 

[08:46]  Nature does not want to control you.

[08:49]  Just like police force. Police force is not meant for controlling you. But when you accept

[09:01]  to be controlled by police, when you become a criminal, then police force controls you, 

[09:07]  not that police force is made by the government unnecessarily to control you. No. 

[09:14]  He's to help you. Government has arranged policeman in every crossing. 

[09:21]  They are wandering in the street. They are meant for helping you. 

[09:28]  They are not meant for controlling you. 

[09:31]  But when you agree to be controlled by the police, then it will control you. 

[09:39]  Prakrteh kriyamanani gunaih karmani sarvasah [Bg. 3.27]  . 

[09:43]  Then you become under the police control, if you become criminal. And what is that criminality? 

[09:51]  The criminality is that krsna-bahirmukha 

[10:00]  ...He wants to glorify the name of the Lord. And some people says that there is no name of God. 

[10:12]  How? If Lord Jesus Christ says "Hallowed by Thy name," there must be name. 

[10:20]  The name is there, but he did not pronounce it because the people at that time will not 

[10:30]  be able to understand or maybe some reason, but he says there is name. 

[10:36]  So we are making this propaganda, Krsna consciousness movement, the 

[10:47]  ...It is very scientific movement because at the present moment we are all godless, 

[10:55]  forgotten what is God and what to speak of His name. 

[10:59]  They do not believe in God and what to speak of His name, fame, His place, 

[11:07]  His activities, His form, His qualities. How we can know? 

[11:13]  There is no educational system about the science of God. 

[11:20]  This movement, Krsna consciousness movement, is teaching the science of God. 

[11:29]  And if you accept the name of the God, name of God, Krsna-this is also affirmed 

[11:43]  in other system also-then you will be able to associate with God immediately. 

[11:59]  Because God is Absolute. Absolute means there is no difference.

[12:14]  Just like in the relative world... This is relative world. Material world means the relative world. 

[12:24]  Relative world means the son. As soon as I say "the son," there must be a father. 

[12:33]  As soon as I say, "friend," there must be another man, friend. 

[12:41]  As soon as I say, "water," there must be something as water. 

[12:47]  But in the Absolute world, the name water and the water is the same. 

[12:55]  This is called Absolute, no different separation. 

[13:03]  So in the kingdom of God, the God is God and His son is also God. 

[13:11]  There the everything-there is no difference between the name and the substance. 

[13:22]  Here in this material world the name and the substance different.

[13:28]  Just like if I am thirsty, I want water, so the water must come to me. 

[13:36]  If I simply chant, "Water, water, water," that will not be effective, 

[13:41]  because it is relative world. But in the transcendental world, Krsna is the name of God 

[13:56]  and it is God also. So by chanting Hare Krsna, you are directly in contact with God. 

[14:09]  This is the meaning of Hare Krsna, 

[14:13]  ...has got this experience. Therefore I am the enjoyer, purusa. I am changing simply body, 

[14:20]  this way or that way.  This is my position. 

[14:25]  So one who is intelligent, that "I change body and different bodies. 

[14:34]  I am eternal, so what is my eternal business?" This is athato brahma jijnasa. 

[14:43]  This is called inquiry of the spiritual life. This is very simple thing, 

[14:54]  that, "I am simply changing body. Then what is my real position?" 

[15:00]  This is intelligent.  When a man comes to this position or this platform, 

[15:08]  to inquire, "Actually what I am?" that is beginning of human life. 

[15:16]  Otherwise, it is animal life. The animal also thinks, 

[15:21]  "I am dog," "I am tiger," "I am pig."  Or similarly if I think, 

[15:27]  "I am Mr. Such and such. I am president, I am this, I am that." 

[15:31]  You are none of these, sir. These are all designations, for the temporary, 

[15:37]  for a certain period, ten years, five years, fifty years, utmost hundred years, then finished.

[15:43]  But you are eternal. So here it is said, purusa. "I am purusa. I am enjoying." 

[15:53]  So purusa prakrti-sthah. So long he is in this material body, he bhunkte. Bhunkte means enjoys. 

[16:05]  Not enjoyment. We think we are enjoying, but we are suffering actually. 

[16:12]  And because we cannot understand what is suffering... Suffering there is. 

[16:17]  Sometimes we come to understand. But we are accepting this suffering as enjoying. 

[16:24]  ...So whatever we are doing in certain type of body in this material world, that is suffering. 

[16:35]  That is not enjoying. Because why you are placed? Because I wanted to enjoy life like that. 

[16:44]  So purusa prakrti-stho hi bhunkte prakrti-jan gunan [Bg. 13.22]  . 

[16:49]  And this profit is nothing but acceptance of the quality of material nature. 

[16:58]  And that is very practical. We can understand. Just like we are getting... 

[17:05]  I get, say, fifty-thousand dollars in a check. 

[17:12]  So I think that "I have got fifty thousand dollars." But what is this fifty thousand dollars? 

[17:20]  It is a piece of paper. You see? This is called illusion. In this way you study your life, you will see. 

[17:29]  If you are sober, if you are actually thoughtful, you will find that 

[17:36]  "This is not my life. This is not my life. But I am falsely thinking that I am enjoying life." 

[17:48]  Therefore frustration. Next stage is frustration. Everyone, 

[17:55]  we are frustrated because we are in this material world.

[18:01]  That, Prahlada Maharaja said, a great devotee, that... His father asked me, 

[18:08]  "My dear boy, what best thing you have learned?" He said, "My dear father..." 

[18:15]  He did not say, "father." His father was first-class materialist. So he addressed him, 

[18:21]  "the best of the demons," because...

[18:26]  ...So this Krsna consciousness movement is trying to liberate these foolish persons 

[18:34]  who are entangled in this material world and changing one body after another, 

[18:42]  sometimes very happy and sometimes very distressed. 

[18:47]  ...The quality is the same, a drop of Atlantic or Pacific Ocean and the ocean. 

[18:54]  If you taste the drop, a small drop, it is salty--you can understand that the ocean is also salty. 

[19:05]  But the containing, the contents of salt, that is very small, and the contents of salt 

[19:16]  in the ocean, that is very big. That you cannot imagine. It is like that. 

[19:24]  God is like you and me, a person. But He is Pacific Ocean; we are drop. That's all.

[19:36]  Yes? What is your question? This gentleman, yes.

[19:55]  He wants to know what the doctrine of Krsna consciousness is.

[19:59]  Krsna consciousness means that you are part and parcel of Krsna, or God, 

[20:04]  you being separated, I have already explained, you are suffering in this material world.

[20:12]  So you back to your father, go back to your father and be happy. That's all.

[20:41]  You are saying that God is spirit, we are spirit and what follows from there?

[21:02]  So we're spiritual ideas of God so therefore the material state of mind.

[21:17]  So what is the question?

[21:57]  In the Srimad-Bhagavatam, it says that Krsna did not want us to come to this material world. 

[22:05]  The question is,  "If Krsna did not want us to come, why are we here?"

[22:09]  Yes. You forced Krsna to allow you to come. Just like sometimes a child forces the father. 

[22:20]  Father says, "My dear son, do not do this. Do not go there." But he insists, 

[22:25]  "Father, I must go. I must go." "All right, you go at your risk. That's all. And you suffer.

[22:33]  What can be done?" Because you are son of God-God has got independence, 

[22:44]  full independence, almighty-therefore you have acquired the quality of your father. 

[22:49]  You have got little independence. So God does not interfere with your little independence. 

[22:58]  If you persist that "I must go and enjoy independently," so God says, "All right, you can go." 

[23:07]  This is the position. You have to take sanction. That is a fact. But when you persist, God sanctions. 

[23:18]  And you come and enjoy. Beginning from Lord Brahma down to the worms in the stool, 

[23:28]  gradually, according to your work, according to your desire, you manufacture 

[23:35]  your different types of body and enjoy and suffer. That's all.

[23:43]  Your devotees say that you aim to get beyond the disease of material existence. 

[23:50]  I don't quite pick up what your process was for doing this, and could you tell me 

[23:57]  what the end result is once you do get beyond this.

[24:05]  What is that?

[24:07]  In Krsna consciousness, the process is to get beyond the disease of material existence.

[24:15]  The first part of his question is how to do this, the second part of this question, 

[24:19]  "What is the end result after taking to the process?"

[24:24]  The process is to transfer yourself from material energy to spiritual energy. 

[24:37]  We are under energy. God has got two energies-material energy and spiritual energy. 

[24:48]  We are also energy. We are marginal energy. So marginal energy means we can 

[24:59]  remain under the material energy or on the spiritual energy, as we make our choice. 

[25:07]  Marginal... Just like on the beach you find sometimes on the border of the water, 

[25:18]  the water is covering the land, and sometimes the land is open. 

[25:24]  This is called marginal position. Similarly, we are marginal energy of God, living entities. 

[25:37]  So we can remain under the water, means material energy, 

[25:44]  or we can remain open also, in spiritual energy. 

[25:49]  What is our view of Lord Jesus Christ?

[25:54]  Jesus Christ, Lord Jesus Christ, he is son of God, the best son of God, 

[26:01]  we have all respect for him, yes. 

[26:06]  Anyone who is teaching people about God consciousness, he is respectful to us. 

[26:16]  It does not matter in which country, in which atmosphere he was preaching. 

[26:23]  It doesn't matter.

[26:56]  St. Francis, the founder of this particular order which we have been invited to speak to, 

[27:04]  found God in the material world. And he used to address the aspects of the material world 

[27:11]  as "brother" and "sister." "Brother tree," "sister water," like that. What is your view upon this?

[27:20]  This is real God consciousness. This is real God consciousness, yes, not that 

[27:27]  "I am God conscious, and I kill the animals." That is not God conscious. 

[27:38]  To accept the trees, plants, lower animals, insignificant ants even, as brothers... 

[27:48]  Samah sarvesu bhutesu. This is explained in the Bhagavad-gita.

[27:54]  brahma-bhutah prasannatma na socati na kanksati samah sarvesu bhutesu

[28:02]  Samah. Samah means equal to all living entities, to see the spirit soul, anyone... 

[28:09]  It doesn't matter whether he is man or cat or dog or tree or ant or insect or big man. 

[28:20]  They are all parts and parcel of God. They are simply dressed differently. 

[28:27]  One has got the dress of tree; one has got the dress of king; one has got the, insect. 

[28:34]  That is also explained in the Bhagavad-gita. Panditah sama-darsinah: [Bg. 5.18]   

[28:39]  "One who is pandita, learned, his vision is equal." 

[28:44]  So if St. Francis was thinking like that, that is highest standard of spiritual understanding. 

[28:54]  The gross dress or coat and the subtle dress. 

[28:58]  The gross dress is made of five material elements: earth, water, fire, air, ether, 

[29:10]  and the subtle dress is mind, intelligence and ego...

[29:57]  ...It is only practice. 

[30:10]  On account of illicit sex there are so many troubles, so many troubles.
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Simply we have to follow the instruction. It is not at all difficult. Then all the questions—social problem, political problem, economical problem, religious problem-`everything will be nicely solved. We are presenting, therefore, Bhagavad-gétä as it is. And you take any question and the answer is there in the Bhagavad-gétä, very nicely given. 
Just like, say, our first problem is economic problem. 
So Bhagavad-gétä says, "Yes. Economic problem will be solved very easily if you produce food grains." 
Annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]. You produce food grain. Just like in your country I see there is enough land. 
If you people produce your food grain, within three months you can get all the necessities of life for the whole year. 
And the balance time you can save, nine months. 
And these nine months you can utilize for advancing in spiritual life, 
because your life or my life, this human form of life, it is distinct from the cats' and dogs' life. The cats and dogs, they cannot understand what is the basic principle of life. But a human being can understand. If he takes little care, he can understand that his problem of life is due to misunderstanding, accepting this body as self. This is the problem.

So we shall advise according to Bhagavad-gétä that 
"Make your life very simple, plain living, but the thinking should be very high." 
Plain living and high thinking. 
So thinking is that "I am the soul. I am not this body. I am eternal. I am changing only body. 
And due to change of body I am suffering."

Everyone is working very hard simply for sense gratification. 
And as soon as you take this life of sense gratification, 
you are sure to commit sinful activities. [ ]
Prabhupäda: So these things are to be noted, 
HOW they are engaged in sinful activities. 
And the solution is given  in the Bhagavad-gétä, that "Produce food grain." 
Annäd bhavanti bhütäni.

So I see in your this Mauritius land, you have got enough land to produce food grains. You produce food grain. I understand that instead of growing food grains, you are growing sugar cane for exporting. Why? And you are dependent on food grains, on rice, wheat, dahl. Why? Why this attempt? 
You first of all grow your own eatables. 
And if there is time and if your population has got sufficient food grains, then you can try to grow other fruits and vegetables for exporting. 
The first necessity is that you should be self-sufficient. 
That is God's arrangement. 
Everywhere there is sufficient land to produce food grains, not only in your country. I have traveled all over the world—Africa, Australia, and other, in America also. There are so much land vacant that if we produce food grains, then we can feed ten times as much population as at the present moment. There is no question of scarcity. The whole creation is so made by Kåñëa that everything is pürëam, complete. Pürëam idaà pürëam adaù pürëät pürëam udacyate, pürëasya pürëam ädäya pürëam evävaçiñyate [Éço Invocation]. 
If we don't produce food grain—you require it—
and put unnecessarily men into scarcity, that is sinful. That is sinful. 
Everything, every instruction for our happy life and to advance in Kåñëa consciousness and make life perfect

Unfortunately, we do not know what is the perfect life. Therefore it is said here, punaù punaç carvita-carvaëänäm: [SB 7.5.30] "chewing the chewed." If we don't make our life perfect Perfect means stop this business of chewing the chewed. Punaù punaç 
carvita-carvaëänäm. 
So  if we stick to the  materialistic way of life, it will be very, very difficult to understand this Kåñëa consciousness movement. Matir na kåñëe parataù svato vä mitho 'bhipadyeta gåha-vratänäm. Why? Now, adänta-gobhiù. Adänta means uncontrolled. Uncontrolled. Our senses are uncontrolled. This morning, while I was walking on the beach, we found so many things, the capsule of the Coca-cola, cigarette butts and so many other things. So what is the necessity of this Coca-cola? You don't find all these things in our society. We don't drink Coca-cola. We don't drink Pepsi-cola. We don't smoke. So many things which are selling in the market in huge quantity by advertisement, by victimizing the poor customer... But they are called unnecessary things. There is no need of such things. But adänta-gobhiù, because the senses cannot be controlled, they are making business. They are making business, unnecessary thing. So we have to control the senses. If we really want spiritual life, 
if we really want to be free from these material clutches, 
then we have to learn how to control the senses. 
That is wanted. That is the purpose of human life. 
The so-called civilization means to allow the senses to enjoy as far as possible. This is advancement of civilization. The same example: Just we can be very happy by eating the food grains which must we have to produce either for me or for the animal. Without producing food grain you cannot even eat the meat. Because they want food grains, they want vegetables, so you have to produce. But because we have uncontrolled senses, instead of eating the grains, we are eating the animals. So this is called adänta-gobhiù. We do not consider that "The life which I am killing for my subsistence, it is eating grain, and I can also eat grain. So why shall I commit this sinful life by killing another living being?" So you cannot do that. You are not allowed to kill even an ant. Just like in any state suppose one man is useless; he is not doing anything. So you cannot kill. The state will take step. You will have to be hanged. You cannot say that "This man was useless; it has no utility for the society. Therefore I have killed him." No. That is consideration of the human being. That is man-made law. But God-made laws, any living being, if you kill, the  same punishment. But that we do not know on account of our uncontrolled senses. Adänta-gobhir viçatäà tamisram. 
Suppose I am now human being, I am enjoying life very nicely, but if, next life, I become a dog, street dog, we can see how miserable life it is. Or even I become a very powerful, strong animal, a tiger or a lion, there is still... It is miserable life. Miserable life. So long we shall be in the material world, changing different bodies, it is miserable. Kleçada äsa dehaù. Any body, it is kleçada, painful, miserable. The çästra says,

nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma

yad indriya-prétaya äpåëoti

na sädhu manye yata ätmano 'yam

asann api kleçada äsa dehaù

 [SB 5.5.4]

People have become mad, pramattaù, and doing all sinful activities. Nünaà pramattaù kurute vikarma. Vikarma means sinful activities. And why they are doing so? Yad indriya-prétaya äpåëoti: "Simply for sense gratification." There is no higher aim, only sense gratification. The çästra says, na sädhu ayam: "This is not good." Why? Because on account of our sinful activities we have already got this painful, miserable, conditioned life, this body, and if we still go on like that, then again we shall get such body and suffering. This is sense. This is jïäna. Every one of us, we are trying to be happy without any suffering. That is the aim of life. Änandamayo 'bhyäsät (Vedänta-sütra 1.1.12). We are living beings, part and parcel of Kåñëa. Our nature is to become happy, pleased, joyful. But this is not the way of becoming happy, joyful, and enjoy pleasure. This is not the way. The way is different. That is Kåñëa consciousness.

So everyone should be very serious to accept this process of Kåñëa consciousness not only personally, but teach others, statewise, familywise, communitywise, so that we may not be envious to our dependent. We should be liberal. So give them the proper chance to understand Kåñëa consciousness so that they make their life happy and attain the stage of eternity.

Çréla Narottama däsa Öhäkura says, sädhu-çästra-guru-väkya, cittete kariyä aikya. One should accept a thing as genuine by studying the words of saintly people, the spiritual master and the çästra. Similarly, if a saintly person does not speak according to the çästra, he is not a saintly person. The çästra is the center for all.

Now, still, in your country you are not poverty-stricken. You have got enough food. These things also will be stopped. Now you have got food in chaos, but there will be no food also. Then the mother and father will eat his own children. This is world, this Kali-yuga, everything. No food will be produced. Now by your talent, you are producing nice food, but producing food, the, tilling the ground some way or other, by machine or by this way... There must be rain, so many conditions. But time will come when there will be no rain. Then what you will do with your tractor and machine? You'll have to eat the tractor. (laughter) That's all. What you will do? There will be no rain. It is said that "There will be cloud, there will be lightning, but there will be no rainfall." These are stated in the Srimad-Bhagavatam. This is the result of our sinful life, restriction. Prakrteh kriyamanani gunaih karmani sarvasah, ahankara-vimudhatma. These rascals are thinking, "We are master." What master you are? You are under the control of nature fully. And they are, these rascals are thinking, "I am free. There is no God. I am free." So, gradually...
Bhagavad-gétä 16.8                          Tokyo, January 28, 1975

Prabhupäda: Then? There is no need. Why should I bother my head for meeting the demigods? We have no business. We know the supreme, and the supreme knows what I want. So I haven't got to ask even the supreme that "This thing I want." No, there is no need. He knows. He will supply because I am engaged in His business. What is our business? Why we are bothering so much in this old age? The only business is that people may know Kåñëa, the supreme controller. That is our business. We have no other business. We don't want anything, either from Kåñëa or from demigod or anyone. Our only business is as advised by Caitanya Mahä..., yäre dekha, täre kaha kåñëa-upadeça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. This is our business. We are carrying this Bhagavad-gétä as it is, and we are trying to educate people that "Here is real knowledge. Take it." This is our business. That means Kåñëa is the supreme. Éçvaraù param... That is our only business. That is our only business, that people may know that Kåñëa the Supreme Lord, that's all. We have no other business.

So for that purpose Kåñëa wants. Therefore He comes. He teaches Bhagavad-gétä, that He is the supreme. Mattaù parataraà nänyat kiïcid asti dhan... [Bg. 7.7]. He wants to... Ahaà sarvasya prabhavaù [Bg. 10.8]. He wants to spread this knowledge. We are spreading the same knowledge. We are helping Kåñëa. Not helping, we are serving Kåñëa. Caitanya Mahäprabhu comes for this mission. Kåñëas tu bhagavän svayam [SB 1.3.28]. He preaches. What is Kåñëa and Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission? He simply preached Kåñëa, "Chant Hare Kåñëa. Understand Kåñëa." So our only business is to spread that Kåñëa is the Supreme Lord. So Kåñëa is very, very pleased that "What I want to do—I go there, incarnate and spread—that he is doing." Therefore we are already in the direct service of the Lord, so we have nothing to ask from anybody else. If we ask anything from anybody, that is for his benefit, not for our benefit.

Therefore they are accusing us of frauding, cheating, but they do not understand. Even if we take some money from others by so-called fraud or cheat, but it goes to Kåñëa... Just like Gurukåpä Mahäräja. If you say if he's taking by this way or that way, but what he is doing? He is not smoking with that money. He is not drinking. He is sending to Kåñëa. Therefore he is giving the best service. So people may say, "Nonsense people. They're doing this, doing that." But he is giving the best service to Kåñëa because he is not accepting a farthing out of this. And these so-called worldly, honest men, they may be very honest, moral, but they are taking everything for their sense gratification. They are dishonest. They are the greatest fraud. Kåñëa's money they are taking for their own satisfaction. The greatest fraud. Stena eva sa ucyate [Bg. 3.12]. What is that? Ye pacanty ätma-käraëät [Bg. 3.13]. Bhuïjate te aghaà päpäù. Stena eva sa ucyate. What is that? Everyone is thief. Everyone is taking Kåñëa's money for his sense gratification, and they are advertising they are very moral. What is that?

Prabhupäda: Sa ucyate. No? No. Saù. Stena eva saù.

Nitäi: Stena eva saù.

Prabhupäda: What is the...?

Nitäi: "In charge of the various necessities of life, the demigods, being satisfied by the performance of yajïa, sacrifice, supply all necessities to man. But one who enjoys these gifts, without offering them to the demigods in return, is certainly a thief."

Prabhupäda: So anyone who is simply exploiting the resources of nature, the so-called industrialist, others, they are taking all goods from Kåñëa. Now, suppose you are making some machine. In making machine, you want the iron. But have you produced the iron? Wherefrom you have got the iron?

Trivikrama: From the nature.

Prabhupäda: From the mine. So who has created mine? Your father has created this mine, that you are taking this iron? That means you are thief. You are thief. The iron is not your property. The iron is there already. If it is already there, you must conclude it is somebody's property. So you are taking it away without asking the proprietor. Then are you not thief? What is the meaning of stealing? If you take something without asking the proprietor, that is stealing. So the iron is there, you are taking from the mine iron. You may convert into various things. That is another thing. But the original iron, to whom it belongs? Kåñëa declares in the Bhagavad-gétä, bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäà sarva-loka-maheçvaram: [Bg. 5.29] "I am the proprietor." So He is the proprietor. Sarva-loka, all planets. So in this planet, when you find this iron, then whose property it is? When you find it, you must know it belongs to somebody. And who is that person? Without asking that person, without taking permission of that person, if you take away, are you not thief?

The so-called civilization, they are all set of thieves, rogues. And they are formulating rules and regulation for others' fraud, those who are devotees. They are themselves fraud. Everything belongs... Suppose you have got this iron, stealing from the mine Kåñëa's property. Then if by some way or other, I take your iron and give it back to Kåñëa, so I am fraud or you are fraud? You do not possess anything. But you are claiming that you are proprietor of this thing, that thing, which you have taken by stealing. And if your stolen property, I take it from you and return it to Kåñëa, then who is fraud? You are fraud or I am fraud? Who is fraud? But they have made their own laws. They will steal, they will plunder, and still, they are honest gentlemen.

Just like the income tax department. They will take away all your hard-earned money, and they will enjoy themselves, and they are government officer, that's all. And if you keep money, "Oh, you have kept property without knowledge of government. Take it away." This is going on. So in this Kali-yuga it will happen so. The some rogues and frauds, they will combine together, and make a government, and take others' property, and they will remain honest, and he is fraud. This is Kali-yuga. The combined company of frauds, they will remain honest, and those who are servant of Kåñëa, they are frauds. Bultaka jivi rama.(?) Just the opposite. What can be done? This is the Kali-yuga.

Anardhena nyäya-rahitam.(?) In this Kali-yuga, if you have no money, then you will never get justice because you have to bribe up to the high-court judge. That is going on. At least in India it is going on. You bribe, and you take favorable judgment. Is it not? Yes. And that is stated in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Anardhena nyäya-rahitam. Everywhere you have to bribe. That means you require money. So unless you pay money, you will never get justice. This is Kali-yuga. Therefore a poor man cannot get justice. He cannot bribe. The other party will... If he has has got money, he will bribe. He will get justice, and he will suffer.

Just like Gandhi refused to take justice from the British court. That was his one of the items. He said that "There is no justice. So we shall deny to take any judgement from the British Court." That was his, one of the items. He never... When he was prosecuted, he never defended. He said, "Why shall I defend? There is no justice here. Why shall I spend my money for defending? No, you can do whatever you like. You are in power." Gandhi did always like that. "Here is no justice, so why shall I plead for justice?" That was Gandhi's philosophy, noncooperation. Whenever he was arrested, he will simply stand. That's all. Of course, he was given a seat. Such a big man, the court would offer him a seat. But he will never plead yes or no. "No, whatever you like, you can do. I don't expect justice from you." That was Gandhi's... He'll never plead. And all his followers did that. Therefore they were all sent jail. And by going to jail they got svaräja. And he declared, jail svaräja ke mandira hai: "If you want to get svaräja, independence, you must be prepared to go to jail."

Therefore, at the present moment, all the government men, their first qualification is whether he went to jail during this movement. Yes. The more one suffered imprisonment, he is given more exalted post. Not only jail, in the jail they were beaten very severely. Some of them were given poison. So many big, big leaders, they died just coming out of jail. They were given slow poison. C. R. Dasa, Jyotindra Mohan, Sen Gupta. And the Gandhi, therefore, he would not take any food from the jail. He would carry his one goat, and take the milk of the goat and some cäpäöis made, two cäpäöis and a little peanuts. That's all. He would not accept anything from the jail. Because he knew that "These men can give me poison." Actually they gave so many people slow poison, and they died. Just after coming back from the jail they died.

This is the world. It is going on. It is simply full of suffering. Simply we are after this phantasmagoria, that our running after something which is actually not fact. It is illusion. So this is the life in the material world. So this Kåñëa consciousness movement is to save the person from this illusory life of material existence. Let them come to Kåñëa and go back to home, back to Kåñëa. This is our movement. The greatest beneficial movement. We don't want to keep these people in ignorance. They are in illusion, ignorance. So our business is to enlighten him. Kota nidrä jäo mäyä-piçäcéra: "You are sleeping. Get up, take this opportunity and be Kåñëa conscious. Go back to home. Give up this nonsense place, duùkhälayam açäçvatam [Bg. 8.15], full of miseries, cheating." This is our movement. The people do not understand. But our predecessor's order is that if you can save even one man, that is fulfillment of your mission. That we are trying. That's all. (end)

So sometimes people give me very much credit that I have done wonderful throughout the whole world. But I do not know that I am wonderful man. But I know one thing, that I am speaking what Kåñëa has spoken. That's all. I am not making any addition, alteration. Therefore I am presenting Bhagavad-gétä as it is. This credit I can take, that I don't making any nonsense addition or alteration. And I see practically it has become successful. I have not bribed so many Europeans and Americans. I am poor Indian. I came to America with forty rupees with me, and now I possess forty crores. So there is no magic. (quietly to one devotee:) (aside:) You can go back side. You are sleeping. 
So this is the secret, that if you want to become guru honestly... 
If you want to cheat, that is another thing. 
There are so many cheaters. People also want to be cheated. As soon as we say that "If you want to become my disciple, you will have to give up four things: no illicit sex, no intoxication up to drinking tea and smoking cigarette, no meat-eating and no gambling," and they criticize me, "Swamijé is very conservative." And if I say that "You can do all nonsense, whatever you like. You simply take this mantra and give me $125," they will like. Because in America, $125 is nothing. Any man can pay immediately. So I would have collected millions of dollars if I would have cheated like that. But I do not want that. I want one student who follows my instruction. I don't want millions. Ekaç candras tamo hanti na ca tara-sahasrasaù. If there is one moon in the sky, that is sufficient for illumination. There is no need of millions of stars. So my position is that 
I want to see that at least one disciple has become pure devotee. 
Of course, I have got many sincere and pure devotees. That is my good luck. 
BUT I would have been satisfied if I could find out one only. 
There is no need of so-called millions of stars.

So therefore the process is there, and it is very simple, and if we understand the all instruction in the Bhagavad-gétä and then we study Çrémad-Bhägavatam... Or even if you don't study, Caitanya Mahäprabhu has given very simple method. That is also recommended in the çästra:

harer näma harer näma harer nämaiva kevalam

kalau nästy eva nästy eva nästy eva gatir anyathä

 [Cc. Ädi 17.21]

If we want to study Vedic literature, that is very good. 
That is sound footing. 
So we have already got fifty books. You study. Become very great scholar in philosophy, in religion, is sociology. 
Everything is there in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam, politics also. 
And you become perfect man, with full knowledge. 
And if you think that you have no time, you are not so good scholar, you cannot read all these books, chant Hare Kåñëa. 
Either way you will become perfect, either both or at least one. 
If you cannot read books, chant Hare Kåñëa. You will (become) perfect. And if you read books and chant Hare Kåñëa, that is very good. But there is no loss. If you chant Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra but you cannot read books, there is no harm. There is no loss. That chanting is sufficient. 
But if you read, then you will be able to defend yourself from the opposing parties. 
That will help you preaching work. Because in the preaching work you have to answer so many question, you have to meet so many opposing elements, 
so if you are strong in your position by reading books, Vedic literature, 
then you become very, very favorite to Kåñëa. Kåñëa says,

Anyone who preaches this confidential knowledge, sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66], if he is ably fit to preach this message to the world, then immediately he becomes very, very much recognized by the Supreme Lord. Na ca tasmät manuñyeñu kaçcit me priya-kåttamaù. Kåñëa says.

So I am especially requesting those who are Indians 
and those who have now learned Bhagavad-gétä, 
they should preach this message all over the world. There is good potency. That already we have tested. But don't make adulteration. Then it will be spoiled. 
You speak Bhagavad-gétä as it is, and it will be effective. 
Why it will not be effective? 
Because the Lord's word and the Lord Himself absolute. 
There is no difference.

Abhinnatvät. The Lord's name and the Lord, they are not different—absolute. That is Lord's potency, acintya-çakti. He can present Himself by His name, by His fame, by His form, by His qualities, by His paraphernalia. Anything in connection with Kåñëa is Kåñëa. Anything. That is absolute. Kåñëa is never different from His name. Kåñëa is never different from His form. We are worshiping the form of the Lord. That is Lord Himself. Don't think it is different from Lord. No. We are not wasting time by worshiping some statue. No. It is therefore forbidden in the çästra, arcye viñëau çilä-dhéù guruñu nara-matir vaiñëave jäti-buddhir. These are forbidden. So we are, of course, opening so many branches all over the world, and I am very pleased to see this branch. There is wonderful prospective. Utilize it properly and stick to the principle that ämära äjïäya guru haïä tära ei deça [Cc. Madhya 7.128]. The äjïä, Caitanya Mahäprabhu, and äjïä, our Kåñëa, not different. Because Caitanya Mahäprabhu is Kåñëa Himself, and when He appeared as Kåñëa, people misunderstood Him; therefore He has come as a devotee to teach us how to love Kåñëa. So therefore, if we go through Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, chanting

[I offer my obeisances to Çré Kåñëa Caitanya, Prabhu Nityänanda, Çré Advaita, Gadädhara, Çréväsa and all others in the line of devotion.]

and then we chant Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare/ Hare Räma, Hare Räma, Räma Räma, Hare Hare, so rest assured the full perfection is awaiting you.

Samaù sarveñu bhüteñu. Equality to all living entities. That is real love. 
That is real concern, Kåñëa consciousness. A lover of Kåñëa will hesitate to kill even one ant. You know the story, Mrgrari. That is love. Because one has got... Just like this child. If I like I can kill him, there is no difficulty. But does it mean that I shall kill him? No. Similarly, a small ant, anyone can kill. No. Here is a living entity, part and parcel of Kåñëa. Samaù sarveñu—he should not be unnecessarily killed. We should be careful, not that "Trample over the ants and let them be killed." No, everything should be carefully done. Of course, we cannot stop this, but we should be careful, and if it is done, then if we remain Kåñëa conscious, Kåñëa will excuse. Yajïärthe karmaëo 'nyatra. Therefore the business should be, if we walk at all, we shall walk for Kåñëa. Then if some ant is killed—not knowingly, unknowingly—then we are untouched by these sinful activities. Otherwise, we are immediately noted down, "Here is a man, he has killed, he has..." The nature's law is so minute. Every minute, the account is there. But if you remain in the business of Kåñëa consciousness, then there is excuse. Otherwise, everyone is become obliged. If I take from you one cent, I have to pay you with four cents, with interest, compound interest. This is the law of karma. We are... Just like taking money from others. Unless we spend it for Kåñëa, then we shall be obliged to return.

So,

We have got so many obligations, devarñi, to the demigods, to the saintly great sages, åñis. Because åñis are giving us... Just like Vyäsadeva has given us this literature. So we are obliged to him, we are indebted to him. We are indebted to the demigods. The sun is giving sunshine, the moon is giving at night shine, and the cloud, Indra, is giving us water. So we are all indebted. Devarñi-bhüta... Therefore there are so many different types of yajïas mentioned in the Vedic literature. But if you perform one yajïa, saìkértana-yajïa, then you become clear from everyone's debt. Gato mukundam çaraëaà çaraëyam. Then we are freed from all debts. So in this way we have to execute Kåñëa consciousness movement very carefully, and the simple process is chant Hare Kåñëa.

Närada Muni continued, ‘Leave your home and go to the river. There you should construct a small cottage, and in front of the cottage you should grow a tulasé plant on a raised platform.
 “‘After planting the tulasé tree before your house, you should daily circumambulate that tulasé plant, serve her by giving her water and other things, and continuously chant the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra.’

PURPORT

This is the beginning of spiritual life. After leaving householder life, one may go to a holy place, such as the bank of the Ganges or Yamunä, and erect a small cottage. A small cottage can be constructed without any expenditure. Four logs serving as pillars can be secured by any man from the forest. The roof can be covered with leaves, and one can cleanse the inside. Thus one can live very peacefully. In any condition, any man can live in a small cottage, plant a tulasé tree, water it in the morning, offer it
 prayers, and continuously chant the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. Thus one can make vigorous spiritual advancement. This is not at all difficult. One simply has to follow the instructions of the spiritual master strictly. Then everything will be successful in due course of time. As far as eating is concerned, there is no problem. If Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, supplies everyone with eatables, why should He not supply His devotee? Sometimes a devotee will not even bother to construct a cottage. He will simply go to live in a mountain cave. One may live in a cave, in a cottage beside a river, in a palace or in a big city like New York or London. In any case, a devotee can follow the instructions of his spiritual master and engage in devotional service by watering the tulasé plant and chanting the Hare Kåñëa mantra. Taking the advice of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu and our spiritual master, Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Gosvämé Mahäräja, one can go to any part of the world and instruct people to become devotees of the Lord by following the regulative principles, worshiping the tulasé plant and continuously chanting the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra.

Haridäsa Öhäkura constructed a cottage in a solitary forest. There he planted a tulasé plant, and in front of the tulasé he would chant the holy name of the Lord 300,000 times daily. He chanted throughout the entire day and night. 
PURPORT

The village of Benäpola is situated in the district of Yaçohara (Jessore), which is now in Bangladesh. Benäpola is near the Banagäìo station, which is at the border of Bangladesh and may be reached by the Eastern Railway from Sealdah Station in Calcutta. Haridäsa Öhäkura, being the äcärya of chanting the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, is called Nämäcärya Haridäsa Öhäkura. From his personal example we can understand that chanting the Hare Kåñëa mantra and becoming highly elevated in Kåñëa consciousness is very simple. Without difficulty one can sit down anywhere, especially on the bank of the Ganges, Yamunä or any other sacred river, devise a sitting place or cottage, plant a tulasé tree, and before the tulasé chant the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra undisturbed.

Haridäsa Öhäkura used to chant the holy name on his beads 300,000 times daily. Throughout the entire day and night, he would chant the sixteen names of the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra. One should not, however, imitate Haridäsa Öhäkura, for no one else can chant the holy name 300,000 times a day. Such chanting is for the mukta-puruña, or liberated soul. We can follow his example, however, by chanting sixteen rounds of the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra on beads every day and offering respect to the tulasé plant. This is not at all difficult for anyone, and the process of chanting the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra with a vow before the tulasé plant has such great spiritual potency that simply by doing this one can become spiritually strong. Therefore we request the members of the Hare Kåñëa movement to follow Haridäsa Öhäkura’s example rigidly. Chanting sixteen rounds does not take much time, nor is offering respects to the tulasé plant difficult. The process has immense spiritual potency. One should not miss this opportunity.

Haridäsa Öhäkura replied, “Immediately go home and distribute to the brähmaëas whatever property you have. Then come back to this room and stay here forever in Kåñëa consciousness.

PURPORT

Haridäsa Öhäkura’s instruction that the prostitute should distribute to the brähmaëas all the property she had at home is very significant. Haridäsa Öhäkura never advised the prostitute to give charity to the so-called daridra-näräyaëas (“poor Näräyaëas”) or any other such persons. According to Vedic civilization, charity should be given only to the qualified brähmaëas. As stated in the Bhagavad-gétä (18.42):

çamo damas tapaù çaucaà kñäntir ärjavam eva ca

jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam

The brahminical qualifications are truthfulness, control of the senses and mind, tolerance, simplicity, knowledge, practical application of transcendental knowledge in one’s life, and full faith in the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Persons engaged in pursuing spiritual understanding have no time to earn their livelihood. They depend completely on the mercy of the Lord, who says in the Bhagavad-gétä (9.22) that He personally carries to them all their necessities (yoga-kñemaà vahämy aham).

The Vedic civilization recommends that one give charity to brähmaëas and sannyäsés, not to the so-called daridra-näräyaëas. Näräyaëa cannot be daridra, nor can daridra be Näräyaëa, for these are contradictory terms. Atheistic men invent such concoctions and preach them to fools, but charity should actually be given to brähmaëas and sannyäsés because whatever money they get they spend for Kåñëa. Whatever charity one gives to a brähmaëa goes to Krsna, who says in the Bhagavad-gétä (9.27):

yat karoñi yad açnäsi yaj juhoñi dadäsi yat

yat tapasyasi kaunteya tat kuruñva mad-arpaëam

“Whatever you do, whatever you eat, whatever you offer or give away, and whatever austerities you perform—do that, O son of Kunté, as an offering to Me.” Everything actually belongs to Kåñëa, but so-called civilized men unfortunately think that everything belongs to them. This is the mistake of materialistic civilization. The prostitute (veçyä) had earned money by questionable means, and therefore Haridäsa Öhäkura advised her to distribute to the brähmaëas whatever she possessed. When Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé retired from family life, he distributed fifty percent of his income to the brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas. A brähmaëa knows what the Absolute Truth is, and a Vaiñëava, knowing the Absolute Truth, acts on behalf of the Absolute Truth, the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Generally one earns money by many questionable means. Therefore at some time one should retire and distribute whatever one has to the brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas who engage in devotional service by preaching the glories of the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

TRANSLATION
“Chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra continuously and render service to the tulasé plant by watering her and offering prayers to her. In this way you will very soon get the opportunity to be sheltered at the lotus feet of Kåñëa.”

PURPORT

At least five thousand years ago, Lord Çré Kåñëa expressed His desire that everyone surrender to Him (sarva-dharmän parityajya mäm ekaà çaraëaà vraja [Bg. 18.66]). Why is it that people cannot do this? Kåñëa assures, ahaà tväà sarva-päpebhyo mokñayiñyämi mä çucaù: “I shall deliver you from all sinful reactions. Do not fear.” Everyone is suffering from the results of sinful activities, but Kåñëa says that if one surrenders unto Him, He will protect one from sinful reactions. Modern civilization, however, is interested neither in Kåñëa nor in getting relief from sinful acts. Therefore men are suffering. Surrender is the ultimate instruction of the Bhagavad-gétä, but for one who cannot surrender to the lotus feet of Kåñëa, it is better to chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra constantly, under the instruction of Haridäsa Öhäkura.

In our Kåñëa consciousness movement we are teaching our followers to chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra continuously on beads. Even those who are not accustomed to this practice are advised to chant at least sixteen rounds on their beads so that they may be trained. Otherwise, Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu recommended:

tåëäd api su-nécena taror iva sahiñëunä

amäninä mäna-dena kértanéyaù sadä hariù

 “One should chant the holy name of the Lord in a humble state of mind, thinking oneself lower than the straw in the street. One should be more tolerant than a tree, devoid of all sense of false prestige, and ready to offer all respect to others. In such a state of mind one can chant the holy name of the Lord constantly.” Sadä means “always.” Haridäsa Öhäkura says, nirantara näma lao: “Chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra without stopping.”

Although Kåñëa wants everyone to surrender to His lotus feet, because of people’s sinful activities they cannot do this. Na mäà duñkåtino müòhäù prapadyante narädhamäù: [Bg. 7.15] rascals and fools, the lowest of men, who engage in sinful activities, cannot suddenly surrender to the lotus feet of Kåñëa. Nevertheless, if they begin chanting the Hare Kåñëa mantra and rendering service unto the tulasé plant, they will very soon be able to surrender. One’s real duty is to surrender to the lotus feet of Kåñëa, but if one is unable to do so, he should adopt this process, as introduced by Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu and His most confidential servant, Nämäcärya Çréla Haridäsa Öhäkura. This is the way to achieve success in Kåñëa consciousness.

SB 7.5.23-24 ppt:
While chanting the holy name of the Lord, one should be careful to avoid ten offenses…

There is no way to atone for any of these offenses. It is therefore recommended that an offender at the feet of the holy name continue to chant the holy name twenty-four hours a day. Constant chanting of the holy name will make one free of offenses, and then he will gradually be elevated to the transcendental platform on which he can chant the pure holy name and thus become a lover of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. 
It is recommended that even if one commits offenses, one should continue chanting the holy name. In other words, the chanting of the holy name makes one offenseless. In the book Näma-kaumudé it is recommended that if one is an offender at the lotus feet of a Vaiñëava, he should submit to that Vaiñëava and be excused; similarly, if one is an offender in chanting the holy name, he should submit to the holy name and thus be freed from his offenses.

One should be very humble and meek to offer one's desires and chant prayers composed in glorification of the holy name, such as ayi mukta-kulair upäsya mänam and nivåtta-tarñair upagéyamänäd [SB 10.1.4]. One should chant such prayers to become free from offenses at the lotus feet of the holy name. 
Vrndavana does not require to be modernized because Krsnas Vrndavana is transcendental village. They completely depend on natures beauty and nature's protection. [ ] So, if you seriously want to convert this new spot as New Vrindaban, I shall advise you not to make it very much modernized. But as you are American boys, you must make it just suitable to your minimum needs. Not to make it too much luxurious as Europeans and Americans are generally accustomed. Better to live there without modern amenities, but to live a natural healthy life for executing Krsna consciousness.
It may be an ideal village where the residents will have plain living and high thinking. For plain living we must have sufficient land for raising crops and pasturing grounds for the cows. If there are sufficient grains and production of milk then the whole economic problem is solved. You do not require any machines, cinema, hotels, slaughterhouses, brothels, nightclubs all these modern amenities. People in the spell of maya are trying to squeeze out gross pleasure from the senses, which is not possible to derive to our hearts content. Therefore, we are confused and baffled in our attempt to eschew eternal pleasure from gross matter. Actually, joyful life is on the spiritual platform, therefore we should try to save our valuable time from material activities and engage them for Krsna consciousness. But at the same time, because we have to keep our body and soul together to execute our mission, we must have sufficient (not extravagant) food to eat, and that will be supplied by grains, fruits and milk. So if you can develop this place to that ideal life, and the residents become ideal Krsna conscious men, in that part of your country, I think not only many philosophically minded people will be attracted but they will be benefited also.

So far I am personally concerned, the United States Immigration Department has denied my application for permanent visa on some technical ground. In other words, just to avoid a svami, because the government is disgusted with so-called swamis who exploit the innocent public in your country. The difficulty is that the people in this country, they want to continue their practice of sense gratification, and at the same time they want to become transcendentally advanced. One can advance in transcendental life by the process of negating the general practice of materialistic life. The exact adjustment is in Vaisnava philosophy, which is called yukta-vairagya, [which] means that we should simply accept the bare necessities of our material part of life and try to save time  for spiritual advancement. This should be the motto of New Vrndavana, if you at will develop it to the perceptional stage. And I am always at your service to help you by practical suggestion and assistance also. On the other hand I was thinking that if I get a permanent visa in Montreal, I shall make Montreal my headquarters and at that time I may require your help in so many ways. As we passed correspondence previously, that we should live together either in India or in this part of the world for the publication of so many Vaisnava literatures. But if you want to develop New Vrndavana, I can spare you for that purpose, and it may be that we can live there together. For the time being, if you actually want to develop such ideal asrama, we must have sufficient land and all other things will gradually grow.

For raising crops from the land, how many men will be required? That we must estimate and also for herding the cows and feeding them. We must have sufficient pasturing ground to feed the animals all round. We have to maintain the animals throughout their lives. We must not make any program for selling them to the slaughterhouses. That is the way of cow protection. Krsna, by His practical example, taught us to give all protection to the cows and that should be the main business of New Vrndavana. Vrndavana is also known as Gokula. Go means cows, and kula means congregation. Therefore, the special feature of New Vrndavana will be cow protection, and by doing so, we shall not be [the] loser. In India, of course, a cow is protected and the cowherdsmen derive sufficient profit by such protection. Cow dung is used as fuel. Cow dung dried in the sunshine is kept in stock for utilizing as fuel in the villages. They get wheat and other cereals produced from the field. There is milk and vegetables and the fuel is cow dung and thus they are self-sufficient in every village. There are hand-weavers for the cloth. And the country oil-mill (consisting of a bull walking in a circle round two big grinding stones, attached with yoke) grinds the oil seeds into oil.

The whole idea is that people residing in New Vrndavana may not have to search out work outside. Arrangements should be such that the residents should be self-satisfied. That will make an ideal asrama. I do not know if these ideals can be given practical shape, but I think like that; that people may be happy in any place with land and cow without endeavoring for so-called amenities of modem life—which simply increase anxieties for maintenance  and proper equipment. The less we are anxious for maintaining our body and soul together, the more we become favorable for advancing in Krsna consciousness" (SPL to Hayagriva, 14th June, 1968)

[ ]Vrndavana conception is a transcendental village, without any botheration of the modern industrial atmosphere. My idea of developing New Vrndavana is to create an atmosphere of spiritual life where people in bona fide order of social division, namely, brahmacaris, grhasthas, vanaprasthas, sannyasis, or specifically brahmacaris, sannyasis, and vanaprasthas will live there independently, completely depending on agricultural produce and milk from the cows. The life should be simplified without being hampered by laboring day and night for economic development, without any spiritual understanding. The New Vrndavana idea is that persons who live there will accept the bare necessities of life to maintain the body and soul together and the major part of time should be engaged in the development of Krsna consciousness.

The whole Vedic principle is to develop Krsna consciousness, without creating much botheration for the program of sense gratification. Industrial development (or mining industry) in the neighboring places will mar the whole idea. Now you have to consider yourself, looking forward to the future of the land, and then decide what to do. I do not like to have New Vrndavana with industrial or mining areas. I have got experience of them in India, that the mining areas are simply next to dungeon. The workers in the mines are considered to be residing in hell. And we can never expect any good behavior from such workers. So we must think of the atmosphere around Vrndavana.

In India also, our present government are trying to develop industries in the vast tracts of land around Vrndavana and creating a hellish atmosphere. So I shall request you to be assured of the future of the land, and then do the needful. The summary is that the face of the lease agreement appears to be all right, but I am thinking of a spiritual development. I hope you have received my previous letter and I am expecting your reply as soon as possible." (SPL to Hayagriva, 17th August, 1968)
68-10 "Next—regarding your point: program for a spiritual world civilization—it is a very nice suggestion. And practically our Krsna consciousness movement is built on this idea, that we want to make a world civilization on the basis of spiritual understanding. So I am giving you some points which you may expand or do it for understanding of the people in general. But the point should be as follows:

First point, that any civilization devoid of God consciousness or Krsna consciousness, is no civilization at all. It is simply a polished type of animal society. This is the first point. So at the present moment, the modern civilization on the basis of so-called scientific knowledge and economic development is trying to avoid God consciousness, or Krsna consciousness—that is the defect of the modern civilization. Therefore, in spite of all advancement it is zero. So zero has no value. And millions of zeros put together does not make any value. But one is put on the left side of the zero and it increases the value. Then one zero becomes 10, two zeros become 100, three zeros becomes 1,000, so it is very nice. This point should be clearly discussed, that without God consciousness, Krsna consciousness, any attempt of human civilization so-called philosophical or political or economic or labor, they are all zeros. The human society should be divided as a social order, as the intellectual men, the administrator class, and the mercantile class, and the laborer class. And so far spiritual order, they should be divided as the renounced order of life, retired order of life, householder and student life.

Third point, all these eight divisions are meant for understanding the Supreme Personality of Godhead and this Krsna consciousness movement is meant for teaching these necessities of human civilization.

Fourth point, so far the administrator class of men, or mercantile class of men and laborer class of men there are many institutions but to train a first-class intellectual man, there is no institution all over the world. And there is no institution for spiritual training also. So this Krsna consciousness movement is trying to help the human society on these two points, which they are lacking. So we have therefore taken a large tract of land to begin with, in West Virginia, and the place is called New Vrndavana. So we want to train students for becoming the first-class intellectual persons and instruct the whole human society about the aim of life and Krsna consciousness or God consciousness. So we are inviting the desiring or intending students to join us in our institution and we invite the public and government to cooperate with our movement.

The fifth point is that in whatever division one may be situated, this very aim of life should be to satisfy the Supreme Personality of Godhead. It is the duty of everyone; it doesn't matter in what status of life he is situated, but if he wants to have a successful life, then he must learn to see how by his activities the Supreme Lord is satisfied. That should be the aim. Then it does not matter what is the position and occupation of the man, but he is in the right order of civilization because his very aim is to satisfy the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

Next point, in order to learn this art, how he is able to satisfy the Supreme Personality of Godhead, one has to take instruction or education in the art of Krsna consciousness, by reading Bhagavad-gita As It Is, by reading Srimad-Bhagavatam, which are calculated the science of God, and following the Teachings of Lord Caitanya. Such practice should be performed twenty-four hours. It is not that one may meditate for fifteen minutes and he becomes spiritually advanced, it is not possible. So the Krsna consciousness movement is training people how to be absorbed in the thought of Krsna twenty-four hours. Take for example, the Bhagavad-gita: the instruction of Krsna in the Bhagavad-gita is just suitable for a perfect human civilization. So one should learn this teaching of Bhagavad-gita As It Is.

Next point: in order to understand these teachings of Bhagavad-gita and Srimad-Bhagavatam, there should be centers where people can assemble daily, morning and evening, and try to understand this Krsna consciousness or God consciousness movement. So we are trying to open branches all over the world in every city, in every town, in every village, and people should take advantage of it. There is no question of monetary transaction to enter into these centers and institutions, but because we have to maintain such institutions, all the public should voluntarily contribute and that is very gladly accepted.

Next point, when people are accustomed to associate with these different centers of Krsna consciousness movement, they will one day come out of the material concept of life. Just like one becomes awakened from sleep. While sleeping, one sees so many nonsense dreams, but as soon as one is awakened he becomes conscious that Oh!, I was seeing so many nonsense dreams, actually it has no existence. Similarly, when a person becomes Krsna conscious, he can understand the false representation of this material civilization.

Next point, and when he is awakened, he becomes completely detached from the so-called affection for designations, namely, society, friendship and love.

Next point, by such understanding one is not so much materially active. One is satisfied with income which can simply maintain his body and soul together and he is no more interested to increase the bank balance unnecessarily for sense gratification. The defect of modern civilization is that everyone is earning money undoubtedly in large volumes but he does not know how to spend. He is spending simply for sense gratification and the last word of sense gratification is sex, therefore all money is being spent up for intoxication and sexual life, nudey dance, nudey theater in so many ways. That means they are spoiling their human source of energy.

Next point, one should be so trained up that within the heart he will be freed from all material attraction but so long the body is there, to keep the body and soul together, he has to work like an ordinary man.

Next point, the society, friendship and love of material existence may be accepted without any attraction, and whenever the so-called society, friendship and love wants to take service from us, one should simply say, yes, it is very nice, but actually he should give more importance for spiritual advancement of life.

Next point, one should know it for certain that material resources, either in this planet or in other planets, either in the sky or within the earth, namely in the mines, all the properties, that are being utilized at the present moment as economic development, one should understand definitely that all the ingredients supplied or all the ingredients stocked, for example, the petroleum now stocked within the earth, and people are utilizing it for so many power machinery—one should know that this petroleum belongs to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. It is not man made. Nor the scientists can manufacture. Similarly, everything, all things, all properties, they are made by the Supreme Personality of Godhead. This understanding must be there.

Next point, one can enjoy such properties but with this understanding, that they belong to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Just like one is situated in the public park in a very nice garden, but one should always remember that the public park does not belong to him, personally. But it is the property of the government or the state.

Next point, therefore the properties made by the Supreme Personality of Godhead can be utilized by all living entities. Every living entity, not only the human beings, but also the animals, they have got right to live on the property of the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

Next point, nobody can encroach upon the right of other living entities. Everyone is supplied by the Lord, the food, the shelter, by natural arrangement, so nobody should encroach upon the right of living of others. As such, the human being considered to be the highest developed conscious animals, so if they utilize this consciousness in relationship with Krsna, that is called Krsna consciousness.

Next point, a Krsna conscious person does not encroach upon the right of other living beings. As such they do not approve organized slaughterhouses for killing animals.

Next point, if you maintain slaughterhouses then you have to suffer the consequence, because in the law of nature there is no distinction between one life to another. Every living entity is equally valuable.

Next point, every living entity is claimed as the son of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, they may be dressed differently, because the body is the dress; the body is not identification with the living entity, therefore the living entity may be dressed in 8,400,000 of different dresses, and the living entity as he is, there is no qualitative difference between human being and animal. Therefore, their material necessities are the same, namely, eating, sleeping, mating and defending.

Next point, the foolish idea that animals or plants or other living entities have no life, is the basic cause of sinful activities.

Next point, one should be satisfied only to fulfill the belly, that is the eating process. If you can satisfy your belly by such things as grains, vegetables, fruits and milk, you have no right to kill another animal for satisfying the taste of your tongue. The human society is meant for living on the natural production, namely, grains, fruits, vegetables, and milk. They should not indulge extravagantly for other things. And if actually they are Krsna conscious they know the art of how to prepare thousands of palatable dishes only from the varieties of vegetables, grains, fruits and milk. If anyone takes more than he requires then he is to be understood a thief. Nobody should accumulate for future consumption of family, society, or nation, more money or more grains or more vegetables or more eatables, one should have only as much as he requires. If there is greater production, that should be distributed to persons who need them. Because food grains, especially, they are meant for all living entities, they should not be spoiled.

Next point, therefore, one who spoils food grains unnecessarily, he is criminal. And one who accumulates more money than is actually required, he is also criminal. And according to the law of nature, or according to the law of God, such persons are surely to be punished. This punishment may not be visible in this life, but because life is eternal, it is continuity, one must be prepared to accept such punishment in this life or next life, and because they are taking the risk, therefore, the living entity is transmigrating from one body to another, and that is his problem of life. The human life is meant for solving this problem. All animals like deer, camel, ass, monkey, even flies and snakes, none should be ill-treated. Even they enter into the house or in the fields and take their eatables, they should not be stopped. Because they have also got the right to eat, eatables supplied by the Lord. And they will not eat more, neither they will take at home. They are better than human beings. If a human being is allowed to enter into the field or into the garden, he will try to take away something for selling or stocking, but the animals do not. So the innocent animals should be accepted as children of the householder.

Nobody should take to very hardship labor. The modern civilization had discovered severe types of dangerous industries and laborers are attracted for high wages. But they should not accept such work. Then naturally there will be less capitalistic idea. Because the laborer cooperates, therefore demoniac persons they take advantage and make unnecessary increase of artificial demands of the body. Better one should be satisfied with agricultural produce than go into large cities to be engaged in industry. Peaceful life depending on agricultural produce can bring him real happiness and prosperity, not otherwise. The more persons will be satisfied at home, with home economics, not to go outside the home, that is peaceful life. In India, Mahatma Gandhi tried to organize villages in that way so that not to drag the people to the town. So peaceful atmosphere can be attained only when there is large-scale village organization, actually village life. Not to borrow the ideas from the cities in the village life; poet Cowper said that country is made by God, and the cities and towns are made by man. So that is the distinction. There are many such nice ideas for living peacefully on this planet and executing Krsna consciousness, so that one may become completely freed from contamination of material existence, and get eternal life just after quitting this body. This is confirmed in the Bhagavad-gita: tyaktva deharh punar janma, naiti mam eti so 'rjuna. By simple prosecution of Krsna consciousness, one goes back to home, back to Godhead, just after quitting this present body. If people cooperate with this Krsna consciousness movement, certainly a better type of civilization can be introduced for permanent peace and prosperity of the whole world." (SPL to Rayarama, 17th October, 1968)

69-01 "So these duties are there in New Vrndavana, and we shall have to live there self-independently, simply by raising cows, grains, fruits, and flowers. [ ] The immediate necessity is to construct some simple cottages for living purposes, and then everything will gradually come out, one after another. [ ]" (SPL to Kirtanananda, 12th January, 1969)

69-03 "[ ]The basic principle of our life in Vrnda-vana will be cow-keeping. If we can keep cows sufficiently and grow our necessary foodstuffs, then we shall show a new way of life to your countrymen—completely spiritual life in healthy atmosphere in divine consciousness. [ ]” (SPL to Satyabhama, 30th March, 1969)
69-07 "You have suggested that people coming from various centers to New Vrndavana should have their expenses underwritten by the temples at the rate of $25 per person, paid for one year. I think that will be a new introduction in our institution. In our so many centers the members go and come but there was no such demand from any center, and if New Vrndavana demands like that it will not sound very nice. 
But I can understand the financial position of New Vrndavana 
SO the best thing will be to STOP any more influx in New Vrndavana 
UNTIL the place is SELF-INDEPENDENT. 
The WHOLE idea  of New Vrndavana 
is that men who are living there should produce their OWN food, 
of which  MILK is the PRINCIPAL thing. 
Unless that position is achieved it will NOT be advisable to ask anybody to go there. 
Better to ask them to go there IF they are willing to work and produce THEIR OWN FOOD. 
Otherwise, nobody should be advised to go there. [ ] 
My advice is that you make the place very peaceful. You should admit only such persons who can work without any disturbance. For the time being you may NOT admit any more men and ask them to PAY you $25 per month. That will not sound very nice." (SPL to Kirtanananda, 31st July, 1969)
5-02 "I am very happy to hear your report. Krsna is giving you facility there to develop a very nice varnasrama society in New Zealand.

Try your best to develop an ideal society there to set a perfect example for the human society of how one can live very simply, chanting Hare Krsna and developing love for Krsna. Make sure that you keep the whole program pure by carefully following all of the rules and regulations that I have given, rising early, attending mamgala-arati and holding classes, chanting sixteen rounds daily, observing the four basic principles, no intoxication, meat-eating, etc. Then everything will be a great success. You are an intelligent boy, so, I think you can understand how to manage things very nicely there." (SPL to Tusta Krsna Swami, 2nd February, 1975)
74-04 "As far as the cows suffering from no good shelter, why have you not built them something solid? I sent $5,000 on one occasion, and then $4,000 previous to that for construction for the cows. So why are they not protected? Your report on the harvest of crops is a paradox, when compared to the fact that you have to spend money for maintenance. If there is so much harvest, you have cows, vegetables, then why do you require money for maintenance?

I have read in your letter how the brahmacaris find it very difficult to plough. It will be very difficult if we do not work the land ourselves. The difficulty can be overcome provided we are sincere. [ ]" (SPL to Jayapataka and Bhavananda, 3rd April, 1974)
74-09 "I have seen in New Vrndavana how happily our devotees are living there with fresh air, fresh vegetables and ample milk. Simple living in cottages. What more do you want? We should not neglect the upkeep of the body and we should save time to chant Hare Krsna. This mission should be propagated. Save time and chant Hare Krsna." (SPL to Hamsaduta, 7th September, 1974)
75-02 "I am very happy to hear your report. Krsna is giving you facility there to develop a very nice varnasrama society in New Zealand.

Try your best to develop an ideal society there to set a perfect example for the human society of how one can live very simply, chanting Hare Krsna and developing love for Krsna. Make sure that you keep the whole program pure by carefully following all of the rules and regulations that I have given, rising early, attending mamgala-arati and holding classes, chanting sixteen rounds daily, observing the four basic principles, no intoxication, meat-eating, etc. Then everything will be a great success. You are an intelligent boy, so, I think you can understand how to manage things very nicely there." (SPL to Tusta Krsna Swami, 2nd February, 1975)

75-02 "Please accept my blessings. I am in due receipt of your letter dated February 5th, 1975 and have noted the contents. I am very glad to hear that your farm project in Mississippi is going on nicely. Develop it nicely like New Vrindavana." (SPL to Nityananda dasa, 15th February, 1975)

75-05 "As far as machines are concerned, it is better to avoid using them as far as possible." (SPL to Hamsaduta dasa, 19th May, 1975)

75-07 "Your farm appears very nice, open plain land. The cows are very nice and so are the sheds. This farm project you should consider very important. The idea is that people can be self-sufficient and raise their own foodstuffs and have sufficient milk to save time and chant Hare Krsna. Why should they work so hard in the hellish factories? Let everyone live simply and be Krsna conscious." (SPL to Nityananda dasa, 1st July, 1975)

5-08 "Anyway without court permission we shall not take the land. In the meantime it is all right that you invest only in moveable property. Of course you should not be thinking to sell any of the crops for profit. That is not our purpose. The village organization is that the local people produce their necessities like grain, vegetables, milk and cloth; and for recreation they have the chanting of Hare Krsna. They should live there comfortably and have spiritual recreation. They should not come to the cities. I wish to introduce this ideal now. Then if we are successful this cheating civilization will stop. They have made these cities as hell. If people do not cooperate with them, then how will the factories run on? And, if the people are satisfied by this arrangement then what will the communists do?" (SPL to Mahamsa Swami, 3rd August, 1975)
5-08 "[ ] I am now organizing in Europe and America many farm lands so that my devotees can live there peacefully, grow their own foodstuffs, produce cloth, and save time for chanting Hare Krsna. This scheme has been successful in New Vrndavana, West Virginia, New Orleans and Pennsylvania. So the same attempt is being made here in France. This place is a little interior from Paris about one hundred and eighty miles, and there are about one hundred devotees already. They are growing vegetables, fruits, and flowers and keeping cows with great enthusiasm. [ ]" (SPL to Sripada Bon Maharaja, 11th August, 1975)
75-10 “Now, our next program will be to organize farming land to set an example to the whole world how people can be peaceful, happy and free from all anxieties simply by chanting Hare Krsna maha-mantra and living an honorable life in Krsna consciousness. In India especially people are religiously inclined. They like to live in village and also like to love Lord Rama, Lord Krsna. This idealism is running through their blood and veins. We have to organize their natural tendency and elevate them again back to home, Back to Godhead. Please think over these points very seriously and as soon as I return we shall take up the program. My beloved sannyasi disciple Swami Pusta Krsna has promised to give me a car, and as soon as I get it I shall move from village to village along with some selected assistants and organize this farming village development program." (SPL to Karttikeya, 19th October, 1975)

75-10 "Regarding our farming scheme, it is almost settled that we shall get some land. Now we have to organize carefully. In this respect, I am counting upon your good help. On my return to India I wish to hold immediately one meeting of Krisans or agriculturist society. The idea is that the land is there and Krisans may be engaged to grow food both for men and for the animals, namely the cows. The cow should be maintained very healthy so that they can give sufficient good milk. The Krisans shall live comfortably in the cottages. They should produce their food, their milk and their cloth. Everything produced will be used by themselves. If there is any excess production then the question of trade will arise. That we shall see later on. All the products produced will belong to Krsna-Balarama. Everyday at least thrice, all the Krisans meet in the local temple of Krsna-Balarama, chant Hare Krsna maha-mantra, and take prasadam. In this way they should live peacefully locally without going outside for their livelihood. This is the general program. Now we have to itemize so that things may go on very nicely. So I am returning to India by the end of this month. Please arrange to hold a meeting successfully for this purpose." (SPL to Digambhar Singh, 20th October, 1975)
76-08 'Tour idea and completion of the kirtana hall etc. is very nice. You can visit our farm projects at New Vrndavana and the New York Farm in Port Royal, Pennsylvania. They do everything very nicely and you can develop your farm on their model. That you are growing all your own grains is very good. It is my ambition that all devotees may remain self-independent by producing vegetables, grains, milk, fruits, flowers and by weaving their own cloth in handlooms. This simple life is very nice. Simple village life saves time for other engagements like chanting the Hare Krsna maha-mantra.
 Generally people are spoiling their lives for decorating the dead body and giving no attention at all to the spirit soul within. Our business is just the opposite, to give more time to the spiritual life and accept material necessities only as required. This makes life perfect. This is the Vedic way of life. We do not reject or accept anything until it is seen in the light of our Krsna consciousness movement. Anything favorable for Krsna consciousness we accept and anything unfavorable we reject: anukulasya sankalpah pratikulyam-vivarjanam." (SPL to Tusta Krsna dasa, 23rd August, 1976)
73-07 "Yes! Go on acquiring the surrounding lands and in this way we will establish a local self governing village and show all the world a practical example of spiritual life as Krsna Himself exhibited in Vrndavana. Agriculture and protecting the cow, this is the main business of the residents of Vrndavana, and above all simply loving Krsna. The cows, the trees, the cowherd men and gopis, their chief engagement was loving Krsna, and in New Vrndavana we want to create this atmosphere and thereby show the whole world how practical and sublime our movement is.

I shall go to New Vrndavana as soon as your palace is finished. Jaya! For the small cottages I suggest to construct as the diagram below—wooden beams and between the beams fill with gravel cement. The roof may be tile. The size may be 12' x 15.' This design is especially suitable for grhasthas, who can feel very comfortable there, and you may house four brahmacaris in such place. Every day you can build one such house, ten may be required, and in one month you will have 30 such nice shelters." (SPL to Kirtanananda Maharaja, 27th July, 1973)

74-01 'You inquire whether you can make cheese? Why cheese? Make sufficient ghee. If you can send ghee to India that would be nice service as there is scarcely any ghee there. Cheese is not good. We should produce ghee so all our centers can have enough ghee." (SPL to Kirtanananda Maharaja, 7th January, 1974)

74-04 "Yes, inflation is due to paper currency. As for land ownership, in the Vedic civilization the land was given to the people for cultivation, not for ownership, and a tax was collected which was twenty-five percent of the persons income. The land belonged to the state and the man would cultivate it and pay twenty-five percent to the state. If he has no income then he doesn't have to pay. One cannot get land from the government unless he agrees to produce something and if everyone produces food then there is no scarcity. At least he has his own food produced by himself. Now people are educated as sudras. They are going to work to produce what is not urgently needed by society. The actual social structure should be that the first intelligent class, the brahmanas, should be for studying and educating people for God consciousness. They are the gurus of all other classes. The second class, the ksatriyas, give protection from dangers and they can distribute the land. The third class, vaisyas, are for producing. So after the first, second and third class, the remaining should help the upper three classes, then everybody will be employed. [ ]" (SPL to Balavanta, April 28th, 1974)

74-12 "Our farm projects are an extremely important part of our movement. We must become self-sufficient by growing our own grains and producing our own milk, then there will be no question of poverty. So develop these farm communities as far as possible. They should be developed as an ideal society depending on natural products, not industry. Industry has simply created Godlessness, because they think they can manufacture everything that they need. Our Bhagavad-gita philosophy explains that men and animals must have food in order to maintain their bodies. And the production of food is dependent on the rain, and the rain of course is dependent on chanting Hare Krsna.

 Therefore let everyone chant Hare Krsna, eat nicely and keep their bodies fit and healthy. This is ideal lifestyle. [ ]" (SPL to Rupanuga, 18th December, 1974)

My Dear Dinesh Babu,

Please accept my greetings. I hope you are doing well. I learned from other members of our society that you kindly sometimes visit our Mayapur center where we have already got one cottage. When I was in Calcutta we talked of purchasing more land. I am still prepared to purchase if we get bargain price or at least at the current local price but I have heard that people are asking more than the expectation. So conveniently you may go sometime at Mayapur and stay with our men and negotiate with persons. If they are prepared to sell the land at the right price, then I can purchase all the available land.  

My idea is to purchase land for agriculture so inmates may not depend on outsiders but grow food there and things may go on nicely.

Hoping this will meet you in good health.

75-08 "I have been told by Sri Ram Pandey who is the Editor of INPF Samacar Samiti, Allahabad, and the District Youth Counsellor for the District Planning Office, Allahabad; that there are enough barren lands that are not suitable for agricultural use that are lying unused in Allahabad District. If you could kindly give over these lands to use we could develop it into a self- sufficient community producing foodstuffs, grains and vegetables, milk products and cloth involving the local peoples for their greater benefit, as we are already doing at our Mayapur Candradoya Community Development Project in West Bengal, Dist. Nadia, and which we are now planning near Hyderabad, Andhra Pradesh. I hope you may enquire into the availability of lands for such a complete development scheme which will benefit the people at large." (SPL to Minister for Land and Revenue, 31st August, 1975)

75-09 "So you get from all the farms all your necessities, then it will be successful. Fodder, milk, grains, vegetables, and animals and man will be satisfied, and you can chant Hare Krsna. No unnecessary cow killing and no unnecessary needs of the body. The women's SKP, that is very good." (SPL to Rupanuga dasa, 29th September, 1975)

75-11 "Regarding the New Orleans farm, do not make sugar. Just boil it and make molasses. You can eat the molasses instead of sugar. Just boil it and keep boiling it until granules form and then keep in a pot. Don't try to make sugar and sell it. That will simply increase the botheration. 
If you start trading business, then so many problems will be there. 
You should produce just enough for our own use. 
Trading leads to envy  and jealosy   and cheating, then  everything is lost. I am seeing now that the business activities in our society, they are increasing. Originally I allowed that Gargamuni could start the incense business. I thought that the Ramakrishna Mission, they are doing and the incense we are using, so if we make some and sell it, then what is the harm. But now I see that Spiritual Sky, they have so many products. And now there is jewellery business going on. So why should the business increase? Nanda Kumara, he came here to India simply for doing business. This is not required. So I have given him sannyasa and now he is finished with all business, and he will go to Africa to preach. So this business should be discouraged, otherwise, if they do it, our men will again become karmis. Our business is simply book distribution." (SPL to Jagadisa dasa, 20th November, 1975)

75-12 "The bearer of this letter is my secretary of our Mayapur establishment, and he will explain to you about our activities there. It will be a great satisfaction if you kindly visit our Mayapur establishment to see how things are going on there. We are developing a plan there to be self-sufficient. Namely, to produce our food grains, maintain cows for drinking milk, and weave cloth for garments, and for this purpose we want a considerable tract of land. For this purpose I wish that the government may acquire some land for us so that we may develop our plan, and I hope you can help me in this connection. Sriman Jayapataka will further explain to you and I hope you will kindly do the needful." (SPL to Sriman M.N. Chaudhuri, 17th December, 1975)

76-01 "We shall never use this artificial fertilizer on our farms. It is forbidden in the sastras. If you plant easily grown crops once in the year, then the earth will not become exhausted. Don't over use the land." (SPL to Rupanuga, 11th, January, 1976)
76-03 "[ ] Furthermore, I wish to be enlightened to know how much land the mandira possesses for cultivation because I wish the temple community to be self-sufficient by producing their own food grains. In foreign countries we are organizing our centers on this principle. Here also in Mayapur we are doing the same thing, and we have just taken on another place, Haridaspur, the place of Haridasa Thakura. There are 6 bighas of land and they have donated it to us, and we are trying to develop it according to the above mentioned program." (SPL to Kashi Bahu, 24th March, 1976)

76-11 "Have there been rains at New Mayapur? There should at least be rains in our area. Yes, increase the flowers. You have got sufficient space. Produce flowers, fruits, vegetables and grains in ample quantities. We should be fully self-sufficient. I like New Mayapur very much." (SPL to Bhagavan, 7th November, 1976)
76-11 "[  ] As we are doing in Mayapur and many other places, I want to develop self-sufficient centers with cloth and food production by the devotees locally and save time as much as possible to devote themselves to chant Hare Krsna." (SPL to Syamasundarji, Sri Purusottama Math, Puri, 15th November, 1976)
69-03 'Tour seventh question: 'How is it that there is so much material "advancement" in the USA even though there is no formal demigod worship? Is a man after economic development, automatically worshiping Lord Siva whether he is making yajna or not?' Actually there is no material advancement in the USA. Material advancement means there is amply opportunity for sleeping, mating and defending. Superficially, it appears that in the USA there is sufficient provision of eating, sleeping, mating and defending but actually nobody is safe even in his good apartment. I have got practical experience in New York. Several times my typewriter and tape recorders were stolen and the police could not take any action. There are many persons in the Bowery street, they have no shelter to live.

So if a certain fraction of the people are supposed to be very materially happy at the cost of others, that is not material advancement. Had it been so, then why there are so many persons confused and frustrated? So actually there is no material advancement here. Here I am seeing practically that Gaurasundara, such a nice intelligent and qualified boy, has to work hard twelve hours simply for his subsistence. I think there are many instances like that, so this is not material advancement. You can call it capitalist advancement and the reaction for such advancement is communism. Such movement is simply suppressed in your country, but actually the reaction is this.

So the Western type of civilization, industrialism and capitalism, is no material advancement. It is material exploitation. 
When one gets the bare necessities of life, namely peaceful home, sumptuous eating, necessary sex life and feeling of security, then it is called material advancement. In the absence of such four preliminary necessities of life it is not at all material advancement—just try to understand. 
According to Vedic civilization, a man is supposed to be rich when he has got sufficient grains and cows. Here we have neither sufficient grains or cows, but you have got sufficient quantity of papers only—falsely thinking that it is money. When there is some catastrophe, this bunch of papers will neither supply milk or grain. They will be seen only and the man will starve." (SPL to Rupanuga, 14th March, 1969)
Everyone is facing the problem of material world, so many problems. But if you take shelter of Lord Caitanya, or Kåñëa consciousness... Lord Caitanya means Kåñëa consciousness. Kåñëa-varëaà tviñäkåñëam [SB 11.5.32]. Lord Caitanya means Kåñëa conscious. Then viçvaà pürëa, you'll find there is no problem. The world is very happy place. A devotee finds a very nice place. Just like here in New Vrindaban, those who are karmés, oh, they'll find, "Oh, it is a nonsense place. There is no amenities, modern amenities. There is so much trouble. There is no nice bathroom. There is no water supply." But devotees, they are finding, "Oh, it is very nice place." So just you... Similarly, widely you take, all the karmés, they are faced with so many problems. But a devotee, those who have taken to Kåñëa consciousness, they have no problem. (Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.5.8-9 New Vrindaban, May 24, 1969)

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is stated in one of the Vedic literature, that:

nitya-siddha kåñëa-prema sädhya kabhu naya

çravaëädi-çuddha-citte karaye udaya

 [Cc. madhya 22.107]

The inherent principle is eternally a fact, his obedience to God. But artificially he has covered it, artificially. The God consciousness is there in everyone, but by so-called material advancement, he has forgotten. He has his obedience to God, natural. Even the aborigines in the forest, they also submit to the manifestation of God's different energies. As soon as there is some lightning and there is thunderbolt, they immediately... They offer obeisances. As soon as they see a big sea, ocean, they offer obeisances. So that is inherent. But due to the material association it is covered. And therefore Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura says,

jaòa-vidyä jato, mäyära vaibhava,

tomära bhajane bädhä

The more we advance in so-called material, what is called, AMENITIES, 
we forget God. (Room Conversation with Bishop Kelly June 29, 1974, Melbourne)

Bhagavad-gétä 9.24-26 New York, December 12, 1966

Yaà yaà väpi smaran loke tyajaty ante kalevaram. We have discussed this verse that at the time of death my mental condition, whatever my mental condition is at that time, at the time of my death, I am just going to have a similar body, according to the mental condition at the time of my death. So if we are in constantly engaged in Kåñëa, transcendental loving service of Kåñëa, Kåñëa consciousness, then naturally we shall be thinking of Kåñëa at the time of death. This is the practice. This is the practice. Sadä tad-bhäva-bhävitäù [Bg. 8.6]. Unless you practice... Just like if you have to play on the stage, you have to perform several rehearsals, or if you have to appear in some examination, then you prepare yourself, what sort of question may be there, and so, similarly, if we at all want to transfer ourselves to that planet, Kåñëaloka, cintämaëi-dhäma [Bs. 5.29], then we have to practice. We have to practice in this life. This human form of life is meant for practicing. Just like apprentice. Here those who are even apprentice, they are already liberated because... Just (like) a nice student who is preparing himself, he is already passed. Passed means he is preparing himself in such a nice way that his passing of the examination is guaranteed. Similarly, if we take the trouble of becoming Kåñëa conscious always, then our transference to that planet..., mad-yäjino 'pi mäm, that is guaranteed. Bhütäni yänti bhütejyä yänti mad-yäjino 'pi mäm [Bg. 9.25].

Now the question is that Kåñëa consciousness, how to perform Kåñëa consciousness. That is explained by the Lord in the next verse,

patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà

yo me bhaktyä prayacchati

tad ahaà bhakty-upahåtam

açnämi prayatätmanaù

 [Bg. 9.26]

Now, you have to make friendship with Kåñëa. Just like if you want to go to see somebody very great, then somehow or other, you have to make some connection with him, something. You have to introduce yourself in a way, in a friendly way, in a loving manner. Then it is possible to make connection with great personalities. So if we want to transfer ourself to that supreme planet, Kåñëaloka, then we have to prepare ourself how to love Kåñëa. Love of God. If you are intimately in touch with God by love... We cannot conquer with all... We cannot claim any favor from the Supreme unless we are in love.

So love means... There are six principles of loving. What is that? Dadäti pratigåhëäti bhuìkte bhojayate, guhyam äkhyäti påcchati ca ñaò-vidhaà préti-lakñaëam. How one can understand I love you, or you can understand that I love you? There is... There are six kinds of reciprocation, six kinds of exchange, reciprocation. What is that? Dadäti. One whom you love, you must give something. And you must take something from him. Dadäti pratigåhëäti. Bhuìkte bhojayate: You must give him something to eat, and you must accept also what he gives to eat. And dadäti pratigåhëäti bhuìkte bhojayate, guhyam äkhyäti påcchati ca: You must disclose your mind, and you must hear him. If your lover is also in some difficulty, he discloses his mind. So these six things, dadäti, giving, and pratigåhëäti, accepting, and bhuìkte, to offer foodstuff and accept foodstuff, and disclose your mind and hear him also, these things...

So we have to deal with God in that way. Therefore, if you want to offer something... The beginning is offering, offering. We must offer something. So what is that offering? If you... If somebody says that "I am very poor man. I cannot offer anything..." Because in India, of course, offering to the demigods, offering to some deity... That is very expensive job. There are list of goods. Now, suppose a poor man, he wants to offer something to God. Then what he has to offer? He... Here is a prescription given by the Lord Himself which can be offered even by the poorest man. What is that? Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam. A, a little bit of tulasé leaves or any leaf, puñpam, a little bit of flower, patraà puñpaà phalam, a small fruit, and toyam, a little water.
Now, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam, these four things can be available universally. Nobody is so poor that he cannot collect a leaf of a tree or a small fruit or a small flower and little water. It is universal, nothing expensive. So anyone, in any country, in any place, he can offer Kåñëa these four things. There is no bar. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam. Four things: a small leaf... You can have any. There are so many trees. If you take one leaf, even if you are forbidden, if you ask that "I am going to offer this leaf to God," anyone will offer you. Patraà puñpam, a little flower, and a small fruit and little water. So Lord says, patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati [Bg. 9.26]. The real thing is love. "Anyone who is offering Me these four things in love," tad ahaà bhakty-upahåtam, "because he has brought these four things with love and devotion," then God says, Lord says, tad aham açnämi, "I eat. I eat," bhaktyä prayatätmanaù, "because with devotion, with faith, and with love, he has brought."

God is full. We should not think that "God is depending upon my this little flower or fruit. He is very hungry. When I shall offer this fruit and He'll satisfy His hunger." No. He's pürëam. But the qualification is that offering should be in love, in devotion. That He accepts. He accepts your devotion and love. So patraà puñpam. So anybody can worship Kåñëa. This is universal. Patraà puñpam... These four things can be... But one thing you should remember that if we want to cheat Kåñëa—"Oh, Kåñëa wants only patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam, so let Him have this patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam, and for myself, let me eat very sumptuously, the best thing"—that is cheating. Kåñëa can understand. This is for the poorest man. But if you have got very nice things to offer to Kåñëa, just offer. Any... 
Your love means you should offer to Kåñëa the nicest, the choicest, 
the best thing. 
Because everything belongs to Kåñëa. So when you offer something best, choicest, that is your love only. Suppose you offer a fruit to Kåñëa. Can you manufacture fruit? Oh, it is manufactured by Kåñëa. It is God's gift. But if you place before Him some choicest fruit, some choicest flower, some choicest, I mean to say, thing, then that is your token of love that you think... In this material world...

Suppose there is a very nice rose flower. Somebody takes it: "Oh, it is very nice rose flower. Oh, I shall take it and offer my girlfriend or boyfriend." That is sense gratification. That is sense gratification. The same flower, if you take it and think, "Oh, it is very nice flower. I shall offer to Kåñëa," that is your service to the Lord. The flower is there. Simply change of consciousness... This is called Kåñëa consciousness. The flower is there. You are there. The consciousness is there. This offering is there. Simply you have to change. That's all. You have to change. If you utilize things for sense gratification, then you go to the darkest region of this material atmosphere. And the same thing, if you offer to Kåñëa, it becomes spiritual.

Now, after offering Kåñëa, Kåñëa is not taking it away. You are... You are taking the prasädam. That means the whole thing becomes spiritualized. So in this way we can spiritualize the whole world, whole world, simply by changing our consciousness. We are... We are anxious for peace. This is the process of peace; you change your consciousness. Don't accept anything for your sense gratification. Everything is there. It is supplied by the Supreme Lord. Everything is the property of the Supreme Lord. You are falsely claiming that you are the proprietor. You are not proprietor. How you can be proprietor? Suppose before you came to America from Europe... The land was there. And suppose sometimes you leave this land. Oh, the land will remain there. Or suppose I take my birth in America. So before my birth the land was there. And after my death, the land will be there. If you trace out history, go on tracing. When the land was not there, you'll never find. Therefore the land is God's. Why do you claim that "This is my land"? The earth belongs to God. Everything belongs to God. This consciousness should be changed if you at all want peace. If you encroach upon God's property and take it as your own thing and try to utilize for your sense gratification, you cannot expect any peace, cannot expect any peace. Suppose you have stolen something from somebody else and if you want to enjoy, you'll be always in trouble because the police search will be there, and as soon as you are caught, you'll be in trouble. Similarly, the nature is the police agent of God. As soon as you want to gratify your sense by utilizing the property of God, then you'll be in trouble. The nature will inflict miseries upon you. This is the law of nature. It is clearly stated in the Bhagavad-gétä, daivé hy eñä guëamayé

mama mäyä duratyayä

mäm eva ye prapadyante

mäyäm etäà taranti te

 [Bg. 7.14]

This guëamayé, mäyä, this material nature of three modes of nature, guëamayé... Guëa means modes of nature. This modes of nature means it is a combination of three modes: modes of passion, modes of goodness, modes of ignorance. So therefore it is called guëamayé mäyä. So daivé hy eñä guëamayé mama mäyä duratyayä [Bg. 7.14]. You cannot surpass the stringent laws of material nature. That is not in your power. Just like however stout and strong you are, when you are under police custody, oh, no strength will help you. You'll be offered all kinds of tribulations. Similarly, the nature is very strong. 
So long we shall go on utilizing God's property illegally and encroach upon others', I mean to say, possession, then there cannot be any peace. 
If you want peace at all, then you have to accept that "Everything belongs to God and I can use after offering Him: 'Accepting that this belongs to You, God, kindly... You have sent me all these things for my subsistence. Oh, it is Your thing. Kindly You first of all taste it. Then I shall take Your prasädam.' " This is Kåñëa consciousness. Lord is supplying you everything. He will not eat whatever is given to you. It is for you. Simply just acknowledge. Just acknowledge. Oh, can you not acknowledge even, "Oh, God, You have given us so nice things for eating. Please, You taste"?

Just like small child. He is provided by the father, but while eating, he offers the father: "My dear father, it is very nice thing. You taste." How much pleased will be the father. Just imagine. The father knows that "The child has brought my things." But if a small child offers to the father, "Father, it is very nice. You eat," oh, father says, "Oh, it is very nice? All right, I shall eat it." This is love. This is love. So here... How you can offer your love? Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyaà yo me bhaktyä prayacchati, tad ahaà bhakty-upahåtam açnämi [Bg. 9.26]. And if God accepts your things and eats, then what do you want more? He becomes your, the most intimate friend. Yaà labdhvä cäparaà läbhaà manyate nädhikaà tataù. If you can make God as your intimate friend then there is no, I mean to say, nothing wanted. You'll be fulfilled. You'll find yourself that "I have got everything." Yasmin sthito na guruëäpi duùkhena na vicälyate [Bg. 6.20-23]. And if we become convinced that "God is my protector; Kåñëa is my protector," then how much happy and peaceful we will be. So this process Bhagavad-gétä recommends, that you offer. Doesn't matter. In the next çloka... Even if you cannot offer this patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam, then in the next çloka it is explained that whatever you can offer, offer something Offer something. Just be in love with Him. Then just see how much peaceful you feel. How much tranquility you feel and how you are protected by Kåñëa, how you avoid insufficiency, how you become pure and how you make your progress in spiritual life. Thank you very much. Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.2.24 Los Angeles, August 27, 1972
So foolish activity has no meaning. Without brain, simply active, that is dangerous. Sober activity is required. Just like a high-court judge. He is paid very lump sum, money, but he's sitting on his chair and simply thinking. The others may think that "We are working so hard, we are not getting so big salary, and this man is getting so big salary. He's sitting only." Because foolish activity has no value. It is dangerous. So this modern world, they very active, but they're foolishly active, in the ignorance and passion, rajas tamas. Therefore there is confusion activity. Foolish activity, there is accident. Sober activity required. Because, just like unless you come to the platform of fire, you cannot utilize the material things. Fire is required. Similarly, to make your life successful, there is gradual evolution from aquatics to plant life, plant life to insect life, insect life to reptiles, reptiles to bird's life, then beast life, then human life, then civilized life. [ ]
Similarly, if you want to see Brahman, the Supreme Absolute Truth, then you have to come to the platform of goodness. You cannot remain on the platform of ignorance and passion. Therefore our training to the student is to bring him to the platform of goodness, brähmaëa. Brahma jänätéti brähmaëaù. Brahma-darçana. Brahma-darçana means one who has seen brahma, or one who has known brahma. He's called brähmaëa. [ ]

The so-called scientists, rascals, they cannot see-because, they're not on the platform of goodness. They're in the platform of ignorance. Therefore they... Even... Just like Kåñëa, when He appeared on this planet, there were so many millions of people. But very few of them could understand that He was the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Only the inhabitants of Våndävana and the Päëòavas and some others. Not that all of them. Because all of them cannot understand. Manuñyäëäà sahasreñu kaçcid yatati siddhaye [Bg. 7.3]. Out of many millions of persons, kaçcit, somebody is trying to become a brähmaëa. That is siddhaye. Kaçcid yatati siddhaye. Siddhaye means to become successful. And yatatäm api siddhänäm [Bg. 7.3]. And out of many millions of persons who has become successful, out of them some may know what is Kåñëa. [ ]
Similarly, the first understanding of the Absolute Truth is impersonal Brahman, brahma-darçanam. Then, if you can make further progress, then you will see that Absolute Truth within your heart by yoga system. And if you make further advance, then you see Him eye to eye and give your service, render your service personally. These are the stages.
So, on the whole, to understand the Absolute Truth, even brahma-darçanam, Absolute Truth, you have come to the light, not in the darkness. If you want to see the sun at least, then you have come to the sunshine. Not that in the dark room, closing your doors, you can see sunshine. You have to come out. Tamasi mä jyotir gama. Therefore the Vedic injunction is "Don't remain in the darkness. Come out to see the light." Just like in the morning, somebody is sleeping, closing his doors and windows tightly, and he's sleeping, snoring. Although it is ten o'clock, daytime, he thinks it is night going on. And he's enjoying sleeping. This is darkness. Rascal. And, those who are advanced, they rise early in the morning at four o'clock: "Now there will be sunshine. Prepare." That is the difference. The same human being: one is in the darkness, one is in the passion, and one is in the goodness. And if you come to the goodness, then you see, brahma-darçanam. You can understand what is Absolute Truth.

If you remain in ignorance and passion, you cannot see, you cannot know. You can go on with your so-called rascaldom talks about God, but it is not possible. You cannot understand God, or Absolute Truth, by eating meat, drinking and having illicit sex and gambling. No, that is not possible. Then you'll have to remain in the darkness for good, and next life you'll again become cats and dogs, that's all [ ]
So take advantage of this great movement. Come to the platform of goodness and see the Absolute Truth. Then your life is successful. Otherwise, you remain like cats and dogs, eat like cats and dogs. [ ]
A child, a child, you cannot give anything. 
She wants, he wants to drink milk only. 
Natural food. 
Artificially, the child is taught to eat something else. 
If you, if the child simply drinks mother's milk for six months, it becomes stout and strong for whole life. Because that is natural food. But there is no milk in the mother's breast. Artificial. So how the child will be healthy? This is modern civilization. Otherwise, if we get our natural food, there is no question of disease, there is no question of doctor's bill.

So that is science; that is human civilization. 
One who knows how to eat, how to sleep, how to have sex life, how to defend, that is human civilization. 
Without knowing, in the modes of ignorance—simply animal life. They are simply like animals. They, that is not civilization. 
Therefore, we have come to the platform of goodness, to see brahma-darçanam. 
That is civilization.
Thank you very much. (end)
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So this will not help us. We must come to the platform of sattva-guëa, goodness, the brahminical stage. Then our life, our evolutionary process, will be successful. Tamasas tu rajas tasmät sattvaà yad brahma-darçanam. Gradually, evolutionary process... I think in Darwin's theory there is no such conception of coming to the point of sattva-guëa, goodness. They do not know even what it is, sattva-guëa. Simply they are studying the animal bones. That's all. But actually perfection of evolutionary process is to come to the platform of sattva-guëa, brahminical stage. In other words, to become a brähmaëa is the topmost platform of advancement of civilization. Brahminical culture is the perfect advancement of civilization. That is mentioned here. [ ]
So those who are actually advanced in civilization, those who are in the platform of goodness, their aim is how to go back to home, back to Godhead. That is their business. It is not that to take to religious life for some material gain. Dharmasya hy äpavargyasya na arthaù arthäya upakalpate [SB 1.2.9]. We have discussed these verses. To become religious means to become free from material entanglement. Not that to take to religious life means to, I mean to say, to develop economic condition. Generally, people take to religious to make economic development very easily. [ ]
But this is due to wrong direction of civilization. They do not know what is the aim of civilization. The aim of civilization is to understand Viñëu, the Supreme Personality of Godhead. But they're missing the point. They're thinking motor tire civilization, very nice road and running motorcar in seventy, eighty miles speed, that is civilization. Not to understand Viñëu. That is the difference between materialism and spiritualism.

But we should not be misled by such conception of civilization. Our aim is different. That is right different. I am spirit soul; you are spirit soul. Somehow or other, I have been entangled with this material body, one after another. So I must get out of this entanglement and go back to home, back to Godhead, to Viñëu, and live there eternally, blissful life of knowledge. That is our aim. [ ]

Therefore the first-class civilization is that which associates with the modes of goodness. That is, means, brahminical civilization. Truthful, satyaà çamo damas titikñä ärjava..., jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.42]. This is first-class civilization. People must be truthful, they must be equipoised, not disturbed, not being disturbed by different situations. They must learn how to control the senses. They must learn how to control the mind. Çamo damas ti... They must be tolerant, titikñä. Ärjava: they must be very simple, no duplicity. Ärjava. Jïänam: they must know everything in full knowledge. Vijïänam: apply the knowledge in practical life. Ästikyam: they must believe in the Vedic injunctions. Ästikya. That is called ästikya. The atheist and, and theist. The theist believes in the Vedic injunction. Vedaiç ca sarvair aham eva vedyaù [Bg. 15.15]. That is theist. Not that "I believe in God." They must believe in the injunction of the Vedas; what is said in the Vedas, one must believe. That is called theist. As we have given several times the example: the Vedas says that cow dung is pure. One who believes in that, he is theist. And one who does not believe in the words of the Vedas, they want to change, they want to misinterpret, interpolate, they are atheists. Bhagavad-gétä, anyone misinterpreting, giving wrong interpretation, or according to his concocted inter..., they are atheists. Theist, he'll believe all the words of Bhagavad-gétä as it is, as Arjuna believed: sarvam etad åtaà manye yad vadasi keçava [Bg. 10.14]. "My dear Kåñëa, whatever You are speaking, without any malinterpretation, without any change of words, I believe in it." This is theist understanding. Not like the so-called rascal scholars: "It is not like this. It is not like that. I think it is like this." These are all rascaldom.

So this is the process of civilization. Kåñëa consciousness means perfect civilization, perfect advancement of civilization, according to the direction of the Vedas. We do not concoct anything, any meaning. [ ]
So our aim of life should be to come to the platform of sattva-guëa, goodness. Otherwise it is not possible. A, a person like Max Muller, in the depth of rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa, what he can write about Vedas, and what he can understand, Bhägavata? This is all nonsense. They are going to the translation of Max Muller. What he'll understand Bhägavata and Vedas? He's in the rajo-guëa and tamo-guëa. 
Therefore it is forbidden that, without becoming a brähmaëa, nobody should read the Vedic literature. It is forbidden. That I have already said several times. Without being a graduate, nobody should enter the law college. Similarly, Vedas, they are meant for brähmaëas, not for the çüdras, not for the kñatriya. Kñatriya also, they, they are, but under the instruction of the brähmaëas. [ ]
So this is perfect civilization. One must know his own business. Everyone should not attempt to understand Vedic literature, remaining himself in the rajo and tamo-guëa. Käma-lobhädayaç ca ye. There are many so-called sannyäsés who went to your country. He was in fully in rajo and tamo-guëa. He wanted to preach Vedänta. Therefore it was failure. Nobody can do so. So it is very clearly stated: tamasas tu rajas tasmät sattvaà yad brahma-darçanam. One must come to the platform of sattva-guëa. Therefore we have got so many restrictions, just to keep him fit in the sattva-guëa: no meat-eating, no illicit sex, no intoxication, no gambling. If one indulges in these affairs, he cannot come to the platform of sattva-guëa, neither the things will be revealed to him. He'll remain in the darkness. Simply by academic scholarship, it is impossible to understand what is Vedas, what is Bhägavata, what is Bhagavad-gétä.

Thank you very much. Hare Kåñëa.
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Çyämasundara: Have money to expand. Everything is going nice. It is organized.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Management means everything is in order, otherwise what is the illusion of (indistinct).

Çyämasundara: If there's no manager, then a sannyäsé should step forward.

Païcadraviòa: Sometimes though it's hard to maintain this routine. You yourself told the devotees not to go out and purchase excessive amounts of sweets but that didn't check them. They're still in the sweet shops continually. This morning I woke a,...

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Païcadraviòa: I went to wake a devotee up, I woke him up at a quarter to four. I said "Prabhu, you want to get up now, it's four o'clock, time to wake." So he didn't wake but I, I went ahead and bathed because I wanted to do that, and then I come back and it was almost time for ärati. So I said, "If you are not going to bathe at least get out of bed and come to äratik. But he wouldn't even do that much. So what can you do under these conditions when you tell somebody, you can't physically twist their arm.

Çyämasundara: But the whole idea is that if you create a spiritual atmosphere that's so enlivening that everyone will want to participate in it, that's the solution. You can't individually treat each person. You have to get the whole thing generated by, by pouring water on the root.

Prabhupäda: That if you sit down for chanting, they should automatically sit down. If one is left, then you can maybe say, "Why you did not come?" But if there is no chanting, no sitting, simply wake up, wake up, wake up, all right, I'm waking up (indistinct). But one may wake up or not, you begin your work immediately.

Païcadraviòa: We go to the äratik.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Païcadraviòa: We go to the, up into the temple for the äratik, so he stays in bed and sleeps and we go to the äratik.

Prabhupäda: No, that if he stays in the bed, then ask (him) to leave (?). Yes. Not that fight. [ ]
Prabhupäda: That we are discussing. That was not a very (indistinct).

Çyämasundara: The whole thing is that we're sort of at a crisis in India, in terms of our presence here. Our prestige has hit an all-time low simply because of our conduct, that's all. Not because of our teaching, or because we are white, or anything like that. It's just because of our conduct. It's been so bad. Abominable. We don't in any way compare with the Indian sannyäsés in our conduct. So how can we expect to honor Çréla Prabhupäda if we conduct ourselves like that? So it's part of our responsibilities as the leaders not to avoid it, not to avoid the other devotees, but to train them now, begin training them.

Prabhupäda: Yes, this is the Vaiñëava training. Now we should have our routine work. Just like here, punctually, as soon as I see seven, I ask, "When is he coming?" (indistinct). As soon as (indistinct), immediately I ask. So there may be more (indistinct), but the routine work must be followed. If somebody is sleeping, the kértana is going on (indistinct) morning, (indistinct) is going on. So he maybe said that if you sleep like that then you cannot do it.

Devotee: I said that to that boy previously. I told him not to do...

Prabhupäda: That's all right, but why you (indistinct) something, pour water on his body?

Devotee: Simply to wake him.

Prabhupäda: You should not do anything which may provoke some kind of...

Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So, best thing was to say that he is not in good (indistinct) now, say to me that he is incorrigible. (indistinct) He may be one day, once, twice, if he does not follow, then you shall ask him just to please leave this place. That's all. That should be offered. We should also... The police said that when I told him that our regulation is that everyone should get up at four, so he immediately, "I don't see anyone who is rising at four." Nobody. What can I answer?

Devotee: How can he say that Çréla Prabhupäda? How can he see if anyone is rising at four or not?

Prabhupäda: Now here is the (indistinct). He says that nobody rises early in the morning. Just like yourself.

Çyämasundara: But he is rising.

Devotee: I am, I am rising.

Prabhupäda: He is rising, but others!

Païcadraviòa: Some others are rising, not, not all, but some of them are rising.

Çyämasundara: The whole point is that the sannyäsés must see that that standard is kept to the highest. That's their job. That's why you've taken...

Prabhupäda: But that should be observed and peacefully it should be settled. If it is not peacefully settled, the man who will continually disobey, he should be respectfully asked, "Please go home." You cannot... That...

Païcadraviòa: Who has the authority to say to somebody, "Please go," though?

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Païcadraviòa: Who has the authority to tell a person, "Please go." We don't know who, I don't know who has that authority.

Prabhupäda: The president will say. So long I am here, I shall say. (indistinct)

Çyämasundara: This, this daëòa gives authority to the...

Prabhupäda: That gives authority.

Acyutänanda: Not in ISKCON.

Prabhupäda: That gives authority.

Acyutänanda: Not in ISKCON.

Çyämasundara: Yes it does. In U.S. ...

Acyutänanda: No, no it doesn't. They do not respect sannyäsés. (devotees all talk at once)

Çyämasundara: Because you may not deserve it then.

Acyutänanda: Now I'm getting so... The thing is they may say like that but behind my back people are talking, saying this...

Prabhupäda: Now if they do not offer, obey the orders of the sannyäsé, then naturally... But that thing should be brought to the notice of higher or some official, president. Then steps should be taken, that if you cannot follow the rules and regulations, then you must leave. It is plain thing. There is no question of fighting. First thing is that a sannyäsé, leader, they should behave themselves according to the rules and regulations. And then ask others to follow. The others who do not follow, once, twice excused, three times please... Like that.
Çyämasundara: If, if he follows strictly the principles, then he'll be automatically respected.

Acyutänanda: Now I wanted to ask somebody to leave, but how does he leave? We have to buy him his ticket or something. There was a boy, one...

Prabhupäda: Leave means he can go to other center.

Acyutänanda: I wanted to ask him to leave but where would he go? Who will pay for his way out?

Prabhupäda: Then one thing is, that this ultimate, we are canvassing, we are preaching to bring men. To get them out is not our business. That is not our business that, but if he is incorrigible, he is not, then he must leave. That is... We are making so much preaching work to bring men, not to ask them to go. If for some paltry reason we ask, that is not...

Devotee: (softly) This was not a paltry reason.

Prabhupäda: When he is incorrigible. First of all you have to try to correct him and... That is preaching. Our preaching means that people are useless, we have to train them in such a way they may take to Kåñëa consciousness. That is our management. But if he is completely incorrigible, then he will be asked to leave. Otherwise it is not our business that as soon as we see something he is doing wrong..., that he must be trained, by our example, by our teaching, by our word, çänta yaà cinvanti kutiù (?). By word, by example, he should be corrected. If I cannot correct him by my words and example, that is also my (indistinct). Because they are, they are, you cannot expect that everyone has come here, sädhu. It is not that. We collect from ordinary men, but we have to make him sädhu. That is preaching. That is preaching. That you have to do tactfully. Not that because one is incorrigible... After trying all our ways, if he is still incorrigible, then you can ask. Not that for paltry reason he cannot be..., "Get out.'' That "get out,'' if you make, then everything has to be "get out.'' That is not the policy. Policy is first of all to correct him. That is preaching. As far as possible by example, by teaching, by everything.

Devotee: Engagement.

Prabhupäda: By engaging. That is our school. It is a school. If a student does not learn nicely, you cannot say, "Get out." As far as possible. But when it is absolutely impossible to correct him, then you have to ask. And if there is money, equal you have to manage some money, what can be done? But I don't think if we try our best to correct him, this ultimate punishment will be required. Human being, after all human being, and our business is to teach and become ideal ourself. Äpani äcari prabhu jévere çikhäya. We have to teach by our personal behavior. If you rise early in the morning, if you take your bath, if you sit down regularly and keep them (indistinct), how he can deny? How one can deny? It is not possible. But if I smoke, I ask others not to smoke, that will never be possible. Äpani äcari prabhu jévere, first of all you have to be. If one is not cleansing, you shall tell me (indistinct) this way. We have to do like that. Not that I (order), "Come on, you do this. Oh, you cannot do, get out." Not that. We show him. After all, our life is sacrificed for preaching and that preaching means one should behave himself, nicely. He cannot say that "You do not do this." Just like one day in London there was some talks with Nanda Kumära, you. He was accusing you, you were accusing him. I heard from (indistinct). So you should do in such a way that he cannot accuse you. If you ask him to rise early in the morning, take your bath, and if you do not take. Supposing some special case. I was taking early bath. Now I do not take, because due to my health. That is because... Otherwise regularly I was taking. Not even hot water. Regularly. This hot water bath I have begun in your country, otherwise I have never taken. Even in severest cold. Here also I am trying to avoid. I am keeping tub of water sunshine. Whatever little warm may become, that's all. So, of course, for special health reason one cannot rise, he is sick and cannot attend, otherwise everyone should rise early in the morning, take bath and be ready for performing our service by six o'clock or five o'clock. And the kértana party, you should know everyone go. It may be small distance, but all our men should go. That will be real (indistinct), early in the morning. So many parties come.

Çyämasundara: From three-thirty.

Prabhupäda: Three-thirty. So you behave yourself and others will follow you. What is that? Cleanliness and following the routine work. That is our method. You must be very clean, neat and clean, rise early in the morning. We have got our duties.
Çyämasundara: Just like yesterday, Dvija Hari came over and he said he couldn't get anyone to clean the temple. No one would clean over at Keçi-ghäöa. So I said, "Well there are so many sannyäsés there. Ask them to organize a cleansing party." He said, "Oh, no one will clean." They don't want to do it. So...

Prabhupäda: Why not some, some people clean like this, you have to get cleaning (indistinct).

Çyämasundara: If they won't, then you show them how, you, you do it also.

Acyutänanda: ...because so many people have come and gone. We had a cleaning group and it left for other parties.

Çyämasundara: No, but I am just saying, there are many men there who could have cleaned, but they refused to do it because they are following your examples.

Acyutänanda: I'm cleaning my room, I'm cleaning outside also. Don't, you haven't seen it.

Çyämasundara: I'm not criticizing, I'm just...

Prabhupäda: Anyway, whatever is done is done, you should be followed like that, that äpani äcari prabhu jévere çikhäya. This should be the principle. One should teach others by behaving himself correctly. Then it will be... Everyone should remain cleansed, everyone should rise early in the morning, begin to work, comes to, everyone routine work. So then you can ask them, "Why you are not trying? Why you are not..." Then he will accept. (indistinct) This principle should be followed, äpani äcari prabhu jévere çikhäya. Is it not?

Acyutänanda: Yes. Well, for myself in particular, I don't think that many people take my words very heavily. There is so much bad talking about me. First they say the songs are mäyä, then the tunes are mäyä. They have, behind my back I hear all kinds of things they are saying. So nobody takes my words seriously. Even though I may quote from any scripture right, they don't respect me.

Prabhupäda: What is that mäyä? Songs are mäyä?

Acyutänanda: As soon as I left Calcutta, then all the bhajanas, they are all, "Oh that's Gauòéya Maöha poison." Then, "Ok, the songs are all right, but the tunes are poison." Now how can I overcome that?

Païcadraviòa: I heard something in reference to that. You wrote one of the devotees in Calcutta. You wrote... He came to Bombay, Bhavänanda, and he said, and he had signed a letter something like, "I pray that I may be engaged in the service of my Guru Mahäräja." And you wrote back: "We are personalists to the letter, so that when we say Guru Mahäräja we always say name, A.C. Bhaktivedanta Swami Prabhupäda, or Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté. We don't just leave it in, as vague Guru Mahäräja. So we were singing, jaya prabhupäda jaya gurudeva, and he was saying, "Well that is impersonalist." [ ]
Acyutänanda: Also he says "Nitäi-gaura haribol! That is also, that's mäyä." So, what is 

Prabhupäda: Well, we have got many faults. He can find out. But generally, if I direct nicely, others will follow. That is the principle. I may have some fault, you may have some, that you are not liberated from. We are all trying to preach. So generally we should behave very nicely according to the rules and regulations, chanting sixteen rounds, rising early in the morning. Particularly maybe there is some (indistinct). So generally with our, general rules are (indistinct). First of all rising early in the morning, he cleans and (indistinct) performances. So these things are followed, chants sixteen rounds, then everything is there. [ ]
Prabhupäda: Whatever is done is done. Now, you try to correct others by behaving yourself. Otherwise, there is no need of keeping so many men. We have attempted in Våndävana. A few men may remain here. That's all. Otherwise, it will be not very nice to attract when people are attracted by seeing your behavior. They are seeing that, "Oh, Europeans and Americans, they have got such nice Vaiñëavas." They are attracted on that point. But if we are not to the standard point, they will immediately accuse, "Oh, they are..." So that should be corrected. The same principle, äpani äcari prabhu jévere, we should behave ourselves nicely, then teach others. Then it will be (indistinct). Another, this is general principle, now we have discussed, now we try to follow. Another thing that Keçi-ghäöa affair. Shall we make further progress? I acquired that property (indistinct). What is your opinion? From the circumstances as that is now, because any temple, it must be nicely, very nicely managed, otherwise you cannot attract. Our Los Angeles temple we want to attract people. So it is so nicely managed, very nicely managed. You have seen. So unless, that means there must be sufficient bank balance. Such a big temple.

Devotee: I don't.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee: I don't think that there's enough people to clean up and manage and keep clean Keçi-ghäöa. Maybe in the future sometime, but...

Prabhupäda: At the present it is not...

Devotee: It's so big, it's so big.

Devotee (2): Most of the quality of people that are there less people of a higher quality in a smaller place, it would do much more good. Like I was in the Philippines by myself, all alone, but still the work would go on much quicker because I could avoid all of this. I could avoid all of this what with we're having right now, I could avoid it completely because I was, there was nobody there to cause it, all new people.

Çyämasundara: Everybody here knows everything. (laughter)

Devotee (2): And it goes up very quickly because the people are automatically attracted. And then you teach them, you train them. So less Americans and just one or two people who want to manage and then start with the people here, the Indian people. And as they develop and become strong, then develop a center. It may take a long time but it will be solid. It will be more solid then. Just bring a bunch of Americans here and then the whole thing just falls to pieces. And then we ruin our reputation in that particular area where we want to open a...

Prabhupäda: Then what is your suggestion?

Devotee (2): That we start a small center and then you develop it gradually with less, with less inexperienced people...

Çyämasundara: We've had a small center here for...

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Çyämasundara: We've had a small center here for nearly a year, eight months.

Devotee (2): Well we're not saying that it, he's not saying that that's going to succeed, but at least it may not be as much of a travesty. Whether or not we're going to succeed at all in India in getting Indians to listen to what we are saying, that's another whole point.

Devotee (3): At least we won't be killing ourselves. At least we won't be making it so that in the future we will have to leave India. We'll be asked to leave, our visas will be taken away and we'll be asked to leave. These things can happen very easily. It is not a, it is not a, it's not an impossible thing. There are places in the world where we can't go already. Singapore. These things have happened. So I feel we should be very, very careful, selective, about who we let manage...

Prabhupäda: At Singapore our men cannot enter.

Çyämasundara: Yeah.

Devotee (2): This has happened.

Devotee (3): There's many places that, although legally we can enter, still people don't like us, you know.

Prabhupäda: That Singapore (indistinct) enter.

Çyämasundara: They wouldn't even let you enter.

Devotee (3): I think that his point, I think we spoke about this in Manila, was that anywhere in the world, in, as a general policy, from what I've experienced is that if one or two people are sent to an area, or are in an area and they are given full authority to try to get that population to engage in bhakti-yoga, engage in this process, that that gradual development with the local people, that that has more effect than...

Çyämasundara: Yeah, it's more successful.

Devotee (3): ...than if we bring in a big party and try to do a big thing. And then, then the person has to get strong, who's doing it. If I have to go somewhere, then I have to get strong for myself, I have to start from scratch.

Çyämasundara: Yeah, I know the difficulty they're having, sannyäsés have here, because many of these devotees think it's more like a tour, vacation, to come to India. They don't have to follow the rules and regulations...

Devotee: Right.

Çyämasundara: ...they're only here temporarily. They're just passing through. So it's very difficult, I know, but still we have to try to train somehow...

Prabhupäda: Therefore we cannot establish very big establishment. Because they come like a tourist.

Çyämasundara: Yeah.

Devotee (2): If the temple is constructed, it would have to be more rigidly controlled. It would have to be managed by people that by their preaching and by their Kåñëa consciousness can make it so that the people who come and stay in that temple will want to practice bhakti. It can't be a negative (indistinct) thing. The negative motivation is not going to keep a person.

Prabhupäda: Now, such camps, because you are not established, so, under the circumstances, what is to be done? To reduce our devotees?

Çyämasundara: We have our base in Calcutta, we have our base in Bombay, those two places.

Prabhupäda: Ah.

Çyämasundara: Those are important cities in the world.

Prabhupäda: Våndävana, as long as our temple is not constructed, we are minimized. So therefore automatically there is no question of negotiating (indistinct).

Devotees: No, no.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee (2): Because not everyone is going to want to be, uh, you know, it's really, if the temple's not there where the devotees can just come and fall into the schedule and program and activities.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (2): Then they'll not want to maintain any standard themselves. They just fall back immediately into their old habits, naturally.

Çyämasundara: Of course if we could, we could enter the negotiation and save it for a future date, because it won't be available.

Devotee (2): I don't think we need to worry about that.

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Devotee (2): I think that if we, if we don't worry about the material thing at all, that if we do the sp..., we start and we have a spiritual base, that it will grow naturally and Kåñëa will provide us with any material facilities we need. We don't need to try to get things for the future.

Çyämasundara: Yeah.

Devotee (2): If we have devotees then...

Çyämasundara: That's why I think Kåñëa doesn't want us to have it really.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Devotee (3): What's the use of having a giant temple if, if we all... We have seen that all over India. They have giant temples but no...

Prabhupäda: No management.

Devotee (3): No management.

Païcadraviòa: As far as the men since I think a lot are even, some cases they are sending problem cases to India, people they can't manage in the states. I think maybe if you divide, if you actually, since in the states you've divided the states into territories and certain men have certain territories. If you maybe appoint certain people in charge of territories of India and ask them which men they want, then they will tell you who they want, and the rest they can send away or send somewhere else. Then you'll have solid centers because the men will actually be desired.

Çyämasundara: That's a good idea.

Prabhupäda: That's good. So you make like that.

Çyämasundara: That's what, didn't Çaìkaräcärya do that, divide up four parts?

Devotee: Yes.

Prabhupäda: But we are... Çaìkaräcärya was concerned in India. But we are preaching all over the world. Therefore we have divided four, twelve. Twelve zones. My idea is like that, Çaìkaräcärya.

Çyämasundara: But India itself could be divided even a few parts for preaching purposes.

Prabhupäda: That is already divided. Calcutta, Bombay, Mäyäpur, Våndävana.

Païcadraviòa: So the men in charge they could say which men they wanted to keep and the rest they could send somewhere else. That way you would have men who were willing to work on the project, and if they were not willing to work, they could also be sent somewhere else.

Prabhupäda: So, make something like that, because I cannot tax my brain with the administration.

Devotee: Yes.

Çyämasundara: Well, Tamäla Kåñëa will be in Hyderabad and we can ask him to do it.

Prabhupäda: Weak, weak I am. Physically I am weak and besides that, if I have to see to the administration then I cannot think of writing books and how to present our philosophy to be understandable by the people. Therefore the administration is divided. Now you do, little intelligently. We have got still respect. Keep our standard. The people will like us. People wants to give us help, just like this big sannyäsé, one of the biggest sannyäsés, Gangesvarananda(?), he is attracted. He is a man of immense resource, men and money he has. Immense resource.

Çyämasundara: We have to be careful not to...

Prabhupäda: Huh?

Çyämasundara: ...not to offend these people the...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Çyämasundara: Spiritual leaders.

Prabhupäda: So, not offense (?). There is no question of making. We should behave ourself very nicely. Offending or pleasing that is (indistinct). You cannot offend everyone, neither you can please everyone. That is not possible. You keep to your standard. You keep to your standard. Then everything, everybody will see, "Oh, that is nice." Offending, you cannot please everybody. That is not possible. Even if you hear very nicely. Caitanya Mahäprabhu could not please everyone. He had to start civil disobedience. Even Gandhi was killed. That is not possible. You cannot please everybody. But you must stick to your own principle, and behave nicely. That's all. All right. (end)
SB3.14.42

Diti said: It is very good that my sons will be magnanimously killed by the arms of the Personality of Godhead with His Sudarçana weapon. O my husband, may they never be killed by the wrath of the brähmaëa devotees.

PURPORT

When Diti heard from her husband that the great souls would be angered by the activities of her sons, she was very anxious. She thought that her sons might be killed by the wrath of the brähmaëas. 
The Lord does not appear when the brähmaëas become angry at someone, because the wrath of a brähmaëa is sufficient in itself. 
He certainly appears, however, when His devotee simply becomes sorry. 
A devotee of the Lord never prays to the Lord to appear for the sake of the troubles the miscreants cause for him, and he never bothers Him by asking for protection. Rather, the Lord is anxious to give protection to the devotees. Diti knew well that the killing of her sons by the Lord would also be His mercy, and therefore she says that the wheel and arms of the Lord are magnanimous. If someone is killed by the wheel of the Lord and is thus fortunate enough to see the arms of the Lord, that is sufficient for his liberation. Such good fortune is not achieved even by the great sages.
Room Conversation with John Griesser (later initiated as Yadubara Däsa)

March 10, 1972, Våndävana

Devotee: Whether the British should have been forcibly removed from India.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is ordinary duty. If you encroach upon my freedom, I have the right to kill you. That is recommended. That is clearly stated in the çästras. If anyone sets fire in another's house, if anyone kidnaps his wife, if anyone takes his money—so many list—he is to be killed. There is no question. He can be killed immediately. That action-reaction is going on in the material world, that is a different thing. That is karma-bandha. But in devotion, there is no karma-bandha. As Kåñëa is free from all reaction, similarly Kåñëa's devotee who wants to satisfy Kåñëa only, he is also free from all reaction. Therefore Kåñëa says, äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän näva-manyeta karhicit [SB 11.17.27]. "The äcärya is as good as I am," Kåñëa says. Näva-manyeta karhicit, "Never neglect him." Na martya-buddhyäsüyeta, "Never be envious of the äcärya, thinking him as anything of this material world." Äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän [SB 11.17.27]. Therefore, äcärya's position is as good as Kåñëa. Säkñäd-dharitvena samasta-çästrair . Äcärya is always cautious that he may not be subject to criticism. But who criticizes äcärya, he becomes immediately offender. Because he is playing the part of äcärya, he plays as far as possible. But sometimes for preaching work, he might have to do something which is not consistent. But if he is criticized, then that man who criticizes, he becomes... Of course, he must be äcärya, not a bogus. Ordinary man cannot transgress the laws, but Kåñëa and His representative, äcärya, might be sometimes seen that he has transgressed. Therefore Kåñëa says, äcäryaà mäà vijänéyän [SB 11.17.27]. Vaiñëavera kriyä, mudrä vijïeha nä bujhaya. In the Caitanya-caritämåta, Vaiñëava äcärya, his activities is not understood even by the wisest man. Vaiñëavera kriyä, mudrä vijïeha nä bujhaya. Brahmaëy upaçamäçrayam. Äcärya, guru, he is completely surrendered to Kåñëa. He has taken the shelter of Kåñëa, being completely freed from all material affection. Brahmaëy upaçamäçrayam. Everything... Everyone has got some material desire to fulfill, but a guru or äcärya has no such business. That is the symptom of äcärya. He has no more any material business. Brahmaëy upaçamäçrayam. He has finished all business of material satisfaction. That is the symptom of äcärya. And çäbde pare ca niñëätam. And he has taken full bath in the ocean of transcendental (indistinct). Çäbde pare ca niñëätaà brahmaëy upaçamäçrayam. Tasmäd guruà prapadyeta [SB 11.3.21], one should surrender to such spiritual master. Jijïäsuù çreya uttamam, when he is actually serious about inquiring the transcendental subject matter. Otherwise there is no need of accepting guru or äcärya.

So the Vedas and all Vedic literature... Vedic literatures and Vedas, they are all the same, they are called çruti and småti. So, they recommend that if you..., tad vijïänärthaà sa gurum eva abhigacchet [MU 1.2.12]. If you are actually you are anxious to learn that transcendental science, then you should accept, you should approach a bona fide spiritual master. Prahläda Mahäräja also says the same thing, guru-çuçrüñayä. Guru means heavy, or superior. So you can satisfy superior by your service, not by challenging, that is not possible. Guru-çuçrüñayä. Guru-çuçrüñayä bhaktyä. And what kind of çuçrüñayä? Bhaktyä. Just like a paid servant, he is also engaged in satisfying the master very nicely, very faithfully, but there is no bhakti. Why? Because he is after the money the master pays. He does not serve the master, but he serves the money. He is thinking always that "I am getting so much money from this person. If I don't satisfy him, then I may be dismissed. So I will have no money." But here it is said bhaktyä. Bhaktyä means without any, I mean to say, material concern. 
Room Conversation        February 17, 1971, Gorakhpur

Devotee: ...then why is any one activity of Kåñëa consciousness better than another one? Why is any one way of serving Kåñëa better than another? For example, with chanting of the sixteen rounds. Suppose that you've gone 23 hours of the day serving Kåñëa in one way or another, and the last hour there is opportunity to finish your rounds and also opportunity to make a life member. So instead of chanting your sixteen rounds...

Prabhupäda: But you cannot create your concoction! You have to abide by the orders of Kåñëa.

Devotee: Then why...

Prabhupäda: There is no question of why. 
It is the order of Kåñëa's representative. 
You have to abide by that. 
You cannot say, "Why?" 
Then you are not fully surrendered, as soon as you say, "Why?" 
Surrender means there is no "Why?" 
It is ordered; it has to be done. That's all. 
As soon as there is "Why?", there is no surrender. 
The basic principle is misguided. We have to follow. Just like we have got tilaka. If you say, "Why this tilaka?" There is no question of "Why?" Mahäjano yena gataù sa panthä. 
We have been instructed by the äcäryas; we have to follow that. That is surrender. 
You cannot say, "Why?" Is that clear? 
As soon as there is "Why?", there is no surrender.

Guest: But suppose one is engaged for his livelihood for eight hours, or ten hours for material purposes...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest: How he will link with Kåñëa during that period?

Prabhupäda: Well, you have got twenty-four hours. For livelihood... Your livelihood, if also... That also should be for Kåñëa. Just like Kåñëa said, yat karoñi. Yat karoñi. That means whatever you do, your livelihood is also... Do it. You do it for Kåñëa. Livelihood, just like we are also living, we are also eating, you are also eating. So what is the difference? You mold your life in such a way that that working for your livelihood would be also Kåñëa's service.

Guest: That should not be for ours.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Kåñëa says, kuruñva mad-arpaëam, yat karoñi. "Whatever you do, the result should be given to Me." Do for it. "Do for for Me." Yat karoñi yaj juhoñi yad açnäsi yat tapasyasi dadäsi yat [Bg. 9.27]. 
So this requires training, how everything can be molded for Kåñëa. 
Therefore guidance required, bona fide spiritual master required. 
Under his guidance, one has to do. Ädau gurväçrayam. 
In order to execute Kåñëa consciousness, one has to first of all accept a bona fide spiritual master. 
Then everything will be done. 
He is representative of Kåñëa, and 
to act under his direction means acting under Krsna.
He knows how to utilize your energy for service of Kåñëa. 
Ädau gurväçrayam sad-dharma-påcchat sädhu-märgänugämanam. Just like Rüpa Gosvämé, he was prime minister. He had no information of Kåñëa, but since he saw... Of course, Rüpa Gosvämé is eternally Kåñëa's companion, but superficially he was showing that he was a prime minister and he was engaged in Nawab's service. But when he met Caitanya Mahäprabhu, then he decided that "I shall retire from this service and act Caitanya Mahäprabhu's mission." So what did he do? Whatever money he collected by his service—it was huge amount-fifty percent he immediately spent for Kåñëa. And fifty..., twenty-five percent he gave to the relatives, and twenty-five percent he kept for his emergency expenditure. 
So this division, fifty percent for Kåñëa means the whole life he acted as a minister, that means he acted for Kåñëa. 
Because the result is given to Kåñëa and Kåñëa says, yat karoñi kuruñva tad mad-arpaëam. Is it clear? But our business is... Suppose I am earning for my livelihood. Everyone is working for... Livelihood requires only six annas per day. But he is earning six thousand per day, and he says, "It is my livelihood." Is it not fact? Very, very... Many, many big businessmen, they are earning six thousand per month...per day. But actually, for his livelihood he requires six annas. Why he's earning six thousand? Then Kåñëa says, "Give it to Me." Yat karoñi kuruñva tad mad-arpaëam.

Guest: In Adhyäya Two of Çrémad Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa, in one place He has told that karmaëy evädhikäras te mä phaleñu kadäcana.

Prabhupäda: Huh? Ma phaleñu kadäcana. But don't take the result.

Guest: He has ordered for duty, "You must do whatever you are doing."

Prabhupäda: Yes. So that duty should be performed. Nobody... Just like Arjuna. Arjuna did his duty. He was a fighter. But he fought for Kåñëa. That is his excellence. Is it not? He was a fighter. His duty as a kñatriya, his duty is to fight. But he fought for Kåñëa. Similarly, everyone can perform his duty. That is also enjoined in the Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Ataù pumbhir dvija-çreñöhä varëäçrama-vibhägaçaù. Varëa and äçrama. There are different kinds of duties. Ataù pumbhir dvija-çreñöha varëäçrama-vibhägaçaù, svanuñöhitasya dharmasya. Everyone has got his particular type of duty, but how he is becoming perfect by performing his duty, that is to be seen whether Kåñëa is satisfied. Svanuñöhitasya dharmasya saàsiddhir hari-toñaëam [SB 1.2.13].

Guest: How it can be judged that...?

Prabhupäda: That by, through Kåñëa's representative. He should certify, "Yes. Your duty is nicely peformed."

Guest: How he may perfectly judge it? How the person will judge himself that I am doing...?

Prabhupäda: No. He'll not judge. 
His spiritual master will judge. Kåñëa's representative. He'll not judge. 
He will make mistake. 
Therefore, if one has accepted a bona fide spiritual master, that means he is in direct touch with Kåñëa. 
Transparent media. He has to see Kåñëa through the transparent medium of spiritual master. 
Therefore it is imperative, one has to accept a... Tasmäd guruà prapadyeta jijïäsuù çreyaù uttamam [SB 11.3.21]. And what kind of guru? Çabde pare ca niñëataà brahmaëy upäçamäçrayam. So this is a big science. One has to study. One has to understand. The things are there. There is no difficulty.

TRANSLATION

One's devotional service is spoiled when he becomes too entangled in the following six activities: (1) eating more than necessary or collecting more funds than required; (2) overendeavoring for mundane things that are very difficult to obtain; (3) talking unnecessarily about mundane subject matters; (4) Practicing the scriptural rules and regulations only for the sake of following them and not for the sake of spiritual advancement, or rejecting the rules and regulations of the scriptures and working independently or whimsically; (5) associating with worldly-minded persons who are not interested in Kåñëa consciousness; and (6) being greedy for mundane achievements.

PURPORT

Human life is meant for plain living and high thinking. [ ]
The main problem confronting the conditioned souls is the repetition of birth, old age, disease and death. In the material world one has to work for the maintenance of the body and soul, but how can one perform such work in a way that is favorable for the execution of Kåñëa consciousness?

Everyone requires possessions such as food grains, clothing, money and other things necessary for the maintenance of the body, but one should not collect more than necessary for his actual basic needs. If this natural principle is followed, there will be no difficulty in maintaining the body.

According to nature's arrangement, living entities lower on the evolutionary scale do not eat or collect more than necessary. Consequently in the animal kingdom there is generally no economic problem or scarcity of necessities. If a bag of rice is placed in a public place, birds will come to eat a few grains and go away. A human being, however, will take away the whole bag. He will eat all his stomach can hold and then try to keep the rest in storage. According to scriptures, this collecting of more than necessary (atyähära) is prohibited. Now the entire world is suffering because of it.

Collecting and eating more than necessary also causes prayäsa, or unnecessary endeavor. By God's arrangement, anyone in any part of the world can live very peacefully if he has some land and a milk cow. There is no need for man to move from one place to another to earn a livelihood, for one can produce food grains locally and get milk from cows. That can solve all economic problems. Fortunately, man has been given higher intelligence for the cultivation of Kåñëa consciousness, or the understanding of God, one's relationship with Him, and the ultimate goal of life, love of God. Unfortunately, so-called civilized man, not caring for God realization, utilizes his intelligence to get more than necessary and simply eat to satisfy the tongue. By God's arrangement there is sufficient scope for the production of milk and grains for human beings all over the world, but instead of using his higher intelligence to cultivate God consciousness, so-called intelligent men misuse their intelligence to produce many unnecessary and unwanted things. Thus factories, slaughterhouses, brothels and liquor shops are opened. If people are advised not to collect too many goods, eat too much or work unnecessarily to possess artificial amenities, they think they are being advised to return to a primitive way of life. Generally people do not like to accept plain living and high thinking. That is their unfortunate position.

TRANSLATION

While working to earn his livelihood as much as necessary to maintain body and soul together, one who is actually learned should live in human society unattached to family affairs, although externally appearing very much attached.

PURPORT

This is the picture of ideal family life. When Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu asked Rämänanda Räya about the goal of life, Rämänanda Räya described it in different ways, according to the recommendations of the revealed scriptures, and finally Çré Rämänanda Räya explained that one may stay in his own position, whether as a brähmaëa, a çüdra, a sannyäsé or whatever, but one must try to inquire about life's goal (athäto brahma jijïäsä). This is the proper utilization of the human form of life. When one misuses the gift of the human form by unnecessarily indulging in the animal propensities of eating, sleeping, mating and defending and does not try to get out of the clutches of mäyä, which subjects one to repeated birth, death, old age and disease, one is again punished by being forced to descend to the lower species and undergo evolution according to the laws of nature. prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. Being completely under the grip of material nature, the living entity must evolve again from the lower species to the higher species until he at last returns to human life and gets the chance to be freed from the material clutches. A wise man, however, learns from the çästras and guru that we living entities are all eternal but are put into troublesome conditions because of associating with different modes under the laws of material nature. He therefore concludes that in the human form of life he should not endeavor for unnecessary necessities, but should live a very simple life, just maintaining body and soul together. Certainly one requires some means of livelihood, and according to one's varëa and äçrama this means of livelihood is prescribed in the çästras. One should be satisfied with this. Therefore, instead of hankering for more and more money, a sincere devotee of the Lord tries to  invent some ways to earn his livelihood, and when he does so Kåñëa helps him. Earning one's livelihood, therefore, is not a problem. The real problem is how to get free from the bondage of birth, death and old age. Attaining this freedom, and not  inventing unnecessary necessities, is the basic principle of Vedic civilization. One should be satisfied with whatever means of life comes automatically. The modern materialistic civilization is just the opposite of the ideal civilization. Every day the so-called leaders of modern society invent something contributing to a cumbersome way of life that implicates people more and more in the cycle of birth, death, old age and disease.

TRANSLATION

An intelligent man in human society should make his own program of activities very simple. If there are suggestions from his friends, children, parents, brothers or anyone else, he should externally agree, saying, "Yes, that is all right," but internally he should be determined not to create a cumbersome life in which the purpose of life will not be fulfilled.

TRANSLATION

The natural products created by the Supreme Personality of Godhead should be utilized to maintain the bodies and souls of all living entities. The necessities of life are of three types: those produced from the sky [from rainfall], from the earth [from the mines, the seas or the fields], and from the atmosphere [that which is obtained suddenly and unexpectedly].

PURPORT

We living entities in different forms are all children of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, as confirmed by the Lord in Bhagavad-gétä (14.4):

sarva-yoniñu kaunteya

mürtayaù sambhavanti yäù

täsäà brahma mahad-yonir

ahaà béja-pradaù pitä

"It should be understood that all species of life, O son of Kunté, are made possible by birth in this material nature, and that I am the seed-giving father." The Supreme Lord, Kåñëa, is the father of all living entities in different species and forms. One who is intelligent can see that all living entities in the 8,400,000 bodily forms are part of the Supreme Personality of Godhead and are His sons. Everything within the material and spiritual worlds is the property of the Supreme Lord (éçäväsyam idaà sarvam [Éço mantra 1]), and therefore everything has a relationship with Him. Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé says in this regard:

präpaïcikatayä buddhyä

hari-sambandhi-vastunaù

mumukñubhiù parityägo

vairägyaà phalgu kathyate

"One who rejects anything without knowledge of its relationship to Kåñëa is incomplete in his renunciation." (Bhakti-rasämåta-sindhu 1.2.256) Although Mäyävädé philosophers say that the material creation is false, actually it is not false; it is factual, but the idea that everything belongs to human society is false. Everything belongs to the Supreme Personality of Godhead, for everything is created by Him. All living entities, being the Lord's sons, His eternal parts and parcels, have the right to use their father's property by nature's arrangement. As stated in the Upaniñads, tena tyaktena bhuïjéthä mä gådhaù kasya svid dhanam [Éço mantra 1]. Everyone should be satisfied with the things allotted him by the Supreme Personality of Godhead; no one should encroach upon another's rights or property.

In Bhagavad-gétä it is said:

annäd bhavanti bhütäni

parjanyäd anna-sambhavaù

yajïäd bhavati parjanyo

yajïaù karma-samudbhavaù

"All living bodies subsist on food grains, which are produced from rains. Rains are produced by performance of yajïa [sacrifice], and yajïa is born of prescribed duties." (Bg. 3.14) When food grains are sufficiently produced, both animals and human beings can be nourished without difficulty for their maintenance. This is nature's arrangement. prakåteù kriyamäëa-ni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]. Everyone is acting under the influence of material nature, and only fools think they can improve upon what God has created. The householders are specifically responsible for seeing that the laws of the Supreme Personality of Godhead are maintained, without fighting between men, communities, societies or nations. Human society should properly utilize the gifts of God, especially the food grains that grow because of rain falling from the sky. As stated in Bhagavad-gétä, yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. So that rainfall will be regulated, humanity should perform yajïas, sacrifices. Yajïas were previously performed with offerings of oblations of ghee and food grains, but in this age, of course, this is no longer possible, for the production of ghee and food grains has diminished because of the sinful life of human society. However, people should take to Kåñëa consciousness and chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra, as recommended in the çästras (yajïaiù saìkértana-präyair yajanti hi sumedhasaù [SB 11.5.32]). If people throughout the world take to the Kåñëa consciousness movement and chant the easy sound vibration of the transcendental name and fame of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, there will be no scarcity of rainfall; consequently food grains, fruits and flowers will be properly produced, and all the necessities of life will be easily obtained. Gåhasthas, or householders, should take the responsibility for organizing such natural production. It is therefore said, tasyaiva hetoù prayateta kovidaù. An intelligent person should try to spread Kåñëa consciousness through the chanting of the holy name of the Lord, and all the necessities of life will automatically follow.

SB 7.14.8

One may claim proprietorship to as much wealth as required to maintain body and soul together, but one who desires proprietorship over more than that must be considered a thief, and he deserves to be punished by the laws of nature.

PURPORT

By God's favor we sometimes get large quantities of food grains or suddenly receive some contribution or unexpected profit in business. In this way we may get more money than needed. So, how should that be spent? There is no need to accumulate money in the bank merely to increase one's bank balance. Such a mentality is described in Bhagavad-gétä (16.13) as asuric, demoniac.

idam adya mayä labdham

imaà präpsye manoratham

idam astédam api me

bhaviñyati punar dhanam

"The demoniac person thinks, 'So much wealth do I have today, and I will gain more according to my schemes. So much is mine now, and it will increase in the future, more and more.' " The asura is concerned with how much wealth he has in the bank today and how it will increase tomorrow, but unrestricted accumulation of wealth is not permitted either by the çästra or, in the modern age, by the government. Actually, if one has more than one requires for his necessities, the extra money should be spent for Kåñëa. According to the Vedic civilization, it should all be given to the Kåñëa consciousness movement, as ordered by the Lord Himself in Bhagavad-gétä (9.27):

"O son of Kunté, all that you do, all that you eat, all that you offer and give away, as well as all austerities that you may perform, should be done as an offering unto Me." Gåhasthas should spend extra money only for the Kåñëa consciousness movement.

The gåhasthas should give contributions for constructing temples of the Supreme Lord and for preaching of Çrémad Bhagavad-gétä, or Kåñëa consciousness, all over the world. Çåëvan bhagavato'bhékñëam avatära-kathämåtam. In the çästras—the puräëas and other Vedic literatures—there are so many narrations describing the transcendental activities of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, and everyone should hear them again and again. For example, even if we read the entire Bhagavad-gétä every day, all eighteen chapters, in each reading we shall find a new explanation. That is the nature of transcendental literature. The Kåñëa consciousness movement therefore affords one an opportunity to spend his extra earnings for the benefit of all human society by expanding Kåñëa consciousness. In India especially we see hundreds and thousands of temples that were constructed by the wealthy men of society who did not want to be called thieves and be punished.

This verse is very important. As stated here, one who accumulates more money than needed is a thief, and by the laws of nature he will be punished. One who acquires more money than necessary becomes desirous of enjoying material comforts more and more. Materialists are inventing so many artificial necessities, and those who have money, being allured by such artificial necessities, try to accumulate money to possess more and more. This is the idea of modern economic development. Everyone is engaged in earning money, and the money is kept in the bank, which then offers money to the public. In this cycle of activities, everyone is engaged in getting more and more money, and therefore the ideal goal of human life is being lost. Concisely, it may be said that everyone is a thief and is liable to be punished. Punishment by the laws of nature takes place in the cycle of birth and death. No one dies fully satisfied by the fulfillment of material desires, for that is not possible. Therefore at the time of one's death one is very sorry, being unable to fulfill his desires. By the laws of nature one is then offered another body to fulfill his unsatisfied desires, and upon taking birth again, accepting another material body, one voluntarily accepts the threefold miseries of life.

SB 7.14.9

One should treat animals such as deer, camels, asses, monkeys, mice, snakes, birds and flies exactly like one's own son. How little difference there actually is between children and these innocent animals.

PURPORT

One who is in Kåñëa consciousness understands that there is no difference between the animals and the innocent children in one's home. Even in ordinary life, it is our practical experience that a household dog or cat is regarded on the same level as one's children, without any envy. Like children, the unintelligent animals are also sons of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, and therefore a Kåñëa conscious person, even though a householder, should not discriminate between children and poor animals. Unfortunately, modern society has devised many means for killing animals in different forms of life. For example, in the agricultural fields there may be many mice, flies and other creatures that disturb production, and sometimes they are killed by pesticides. In this verse, however, such killing is forbidden. Every living entity should be nourished by the food given by the Supreme Personality of Godhead. Human society should not consider itself the only enjoyer of all the properties of God; rather, men should understand that all the other animals also have a claim to God's property. In this verse even the snake is mentioned, indicating that a householder should not be envious even of a snake. If everyone is fully satisfied by eating food that is a gift from the Lord, why should there be envy between one living being and another? In modern days people are very much inclined toward communistic ideas of society, but we do not think that there can be any better communistic idea than that which is explained in this verse of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. Even in the communistic countries the poor animals are killed without consideration, although they also should have the right to take their allotted food with which to live.

SB 7.14.10

Even if one is a householder rather than a brahmacäré, a sannyäsé or a vänaprastha, one should not endeavor very hard for religiosity, economic development or satisfaction of the senses. Even in householder life, one should be satisfied to maintain body and soul together with whatever is available with minimum endeavor, according to place and time, by the grace of the Lord. One should not engage oneself in ugra-karma.

PURPORT

In human life there are four principles to be fulfilled-dharma, artha, käma and mokña (religion, economic development, sense gratification, and liberation). First one should be religious, observing various rules and regulations, and then one must earn some money for maintenance of his family and the satisfaction of his senses. The most important ceremony for sense gratification is marriage because sexual intercourse is one of the principal necessities of the material body. Yan maithunädi-gåhamedhi-sukhaà hi tuccham [SB 7.9.45]. Although sexual intercourse is not a very exalted requisite in life, both animals and men require some sense gratification because of material propensities. One should be satisfied with married life and not expend energy for extra sense gratification or sex life.

As for economic development, the responsibility for this should be entrusted mainly to the vaiçyas and gåhasthas. Human society should be divided into varëas and äçramas-brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra, brahmacarya, gåhastha, vänaprastha and sannyäsa. Economic development is necessary for gåhasthas. Brähmaëa gåhasthas should be satisfied with a life of adhyayana, adhyäpana, yajana and yäjana—being learned scholars, teaching others to be scholars, learning how to worship the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Viñëu, and also teaching others how to worship Lord Viñëu, or even the demigods. A brähmaëa should do this without remuneration, but he is allowed to accept charity from a person whom he teaches how to be a human being. As for the kñatriyas, they are supposed to be the kings of the land, and the land should be distributed to the vaiçyas for agricultural activities, cow protection and trade. Çüdras must work; sometimes they should engage in occupational duties as cloth manufacturers, weavers, blacksmiths, goldsmiths, brass-smiths, and so on, or else they should engage in hard labor to produce food grains.

These are the different occupational duties by which men should earn their livelihood, and in this way human society should be simple. At the present moment, however, everyone is engaged in technological advancement, which is described in Bhagavad-gétä as ugra-karma—extremely severe endeavor. This ugra-karma is the cause of agitation within the human mind. Men are engaging in many sinful activities and becoming degraded by opening slaughterhouses, breweries and cigarette factories, as well as nightclubs and other establishments for sense enjoyment. In this way they are spoiling their lives. In all of these activities, of course, householders are involved, and therefore it is advised here, with the use of the word api, that even though one is a householder, one should not engage himself in severe hardships. One's means of livelihood should be extremely simple. As for those who are not gåhasthas—the brahmacärés, vänaprasthas and sannyäsés—they don't have to do anything but strive for advancement in spiritual life. This means that three fourths of the entire population should stop sense gratification and simply be engaged in the advancement of Kåñëa consciousness. Only one fourth of the population should be gåhastha, and that should be according to laws of restricted sense gratification. The gåhasthas, vänaprasthas, brahmacärés and sannyäsés should endeavor together with their total energy to become Kåñëa conscious. This type of civilization is called daiva-varëäçrama. One of the objectives of the Kåñëa consciousness movement is to establish this daiva-varëäçrama, but not to encourage so-called varëäçrama without scientifically organized endeavor by human society.
SB 7.14.17

The Supreme Personality of Godhead, Çré Kåñëa, is the enjoyer of sacrificial offerings. Yet although His Lordship eats the oblations offered in the fire, my dear King, He is still more satisfied when nice food made of grains and ghee is offered to Him through the mouths of qualified brähmaëas.
PURPORT

As stated in Bhagavad-gétä (3.9), yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù: all fruitive activities should be performed for sacrifice, which should be directed toward pleasing Kåñëa. As stated elsewhere in Bhagavad-gétä (5.29), bhoktäraà yajïa-tapasäà sarva-loka-maheçvaram: He is the Supreme Lord and enjoyer of everything. However, although sacrifice may be offered to please Kåñëa, He is more pleased when grains and ghee, instead of being offered in the fire, are prepared as prasäda and distributed, first to the brähmaëas and then to others. This system pleases Kåñëa more than anything else. Furthermore, at the present time there is very little chance to offer sacrifices by pouring oblations of food grains and ghee into the fire. Especially in India, there is practically no ghee; for everything that should be done with ghee, people use a certain type of oil preparation. Oil, however, is never recommended for offering in a sacrificial fire. In Kali-yuga, the available quantity of food grains and ghee is gradually diminishing, and people are embarrassed that they cannot produce sufficient ghee and food grains. Under the circumstances, the çästras enjoin, yajïaiù saìkértana-präyair yajanti hi sumedhasaù: [SB 11.5.32] in this age, those who are intellectual offer yajïa, or perform sacrifices, through the saìkértana movement. Everyone should join the saìkértana movement, offering to the fire of this movement the oblations of his knowledge and riches. In our saìkértana movement, or Hare Kåñëa movement, we offer sumptuous prasäda to the Deity and later distribute the same prasäda to the brähmaëas, the Vaiñëavas and then to the people in general. Kåñëa's prasäda is offered to the brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas, and the prasäda of the brähmaëas and Vaiñëavas is offered to the general populace. This kind of sacrifice—chanting of the Hare Kåñëa mantra and distribution of prasäda—is the most perfect and bona fide way of offering sacrifice for the pleasure of Yajïa, or Viñëu.

SB 7.14.18

Therefore, my dear King, first offer prasäda unto the brähmaëas and the demigods, and after sumptuously feeding them you may distribute prasäda to other living entities according to your ability. In this way you will be able to worship all living entities—or, in other words, the supreme living entity within every living entity.

PURPORT

To distribute prasäda to all living entities, the process is that we must first offer prasäda to the brähmaëas and the Vaiñëavas, for the demigods are represented by the brähmaëas. In this way the Supreme Personality of Godhead, who is situated in everyone's heart, will be worshiped. This is the Vedic system of offering prasäda. Whenever there is a ceremony for distribution of prasäda, the prasäda is offered first to the brähmaëas, then to the children and old men, then to the women, and then to animals like dogs and other domestic animals. When it is said that Näräyaëa, the Supreme Being, is situated in everyone's heart, this does not mean that everyone has become Näräyaëa or that a particular poor man has become Näräyaëa. Such a conclusion is rejected herein.

anna, ghåta, dadhi, dugdha,—gräme yata chila

gopälera äge loka äniyä dharila

The inhabitants of the village brought to the Deity of Gopäla as much food grains, ghee, yogurt and milk as they had in their village.

PURPORT

Anna, ghåta, dadhi and dugdha are food grains, ghee, yogurt and milk. Actually these are the basis of all food. Vegetables and fruits are subsidiary. Hundreds and thousands of preparations can be made out of grains, vegetables, ghee, milk and yogurt. The food offered to Gopäla in the Annaküöa ceremony contained only these five ingredients. Only demoniac people are attracted to other types of food, which we will not even mention in this connection. We should understand that in order to prepare nutritious food, we require only grains, ghee, yogurt and milk. We cannot offer anything else to the Deity. The Vaiñëava, the perfect human being, does not accept anything not offered to the Deity. People are often frustrated with national food policies, but from the Vedic scriptures we find that 
if there are sufficient cows and grains, the entire food problem is solved. 
The vaiçyas (people engaged in agriculture and commerce) are therefore recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä to produce grains and give protection to cows. 
Cows are the most important animal because they produce the miracle food, milk, from which we can prepare ghee and yogurt.

The perfection of human civilization depends on Kåñëa consciousness, which recommends Deity worship. Preparations made from vegetables, grains, milk, ghee and yogurt are offered to the Deity and then distributed. Here we can see the difference between the East and the West. The people who came to see the Deity of Gopäla brought all kinds of food to offer the Deity. They brought all the food they had in stock, and they came before the Deity not only to accept prasädam for themselves but to distribute it to others. 
The Kåñëa consciousness movement vigorously approves this practice of preparing food, offering it to the Deity and distributing it to the general population. 
This activity should be extended universally to stop sinful eating habits as well as other behavior befitting only demons. A demoniac civilization will never bring peace within the world. Since eating is the first necessity in human society, those engaged in solving the problems of preparing and distributing food should take lessons from Mädhavendra Puré and execute the Annaküöa ceremony. When the people take to eating only prasädam offered to the Deity, all the demons will be turned into Vaiñëavas. When the people are Kåñëa conscious, naturally the government will be so also. A Kåñëa conscious man is always a very liberal well-wisher of everyone. When such men head the government, the people will certainly be sinless. They will no longer be disturbing demons. It is then and then only that a peaceful condition can prevail in society.

Madhya 4.95

vraja-väsé lokera kåñëe sahaja piréti

gopälera sahaja-préti vraja-väsi-prati

The ideal place to execute Kåñëa consciousness is Vrajabhümi, or Våndävana, where the people are naturally inclined to love Kåñëa and Kåñëa is naturally inclined to love them.

PURPORT

In the Bhagavad-gétä (4.11) it is said, ye yathä mäà prapadyante täàs tathaiva bhajämy aham. There is a responsive cooperation between the Supreme Lord Kåñëa and His devotees. The more a devotee sincerely loves Kåñëa, the more Kåñëa reciprocates, so much so that a highly advanced devotee can talk with Kåñëa face to face. Kåñëa confirms this in the Bhagavad-gétä (10.10):

teñäà satata-yuktänäà bhajatäà préti-pürvakam

dadämi buddhi-yogaà taà yena mäm upayänti te

“To those who are constantly devoted to serving Me with love, I give the understanding by which they can come to Me.” The actual mission of human life is to understand Kåñëa and return home, back to Godhead. Therefore one who is sincerely engaged in the service of the Lord with love and faith can talk with Kåñëa and receive instructions by which he can speedily return home, back to Godhead. Today many scholars defend the science of religion, and they have some conception of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, but religion without practical experience of the Supreme Personality of Godhead is no religion at all. Çrémad-Bhägavatam describes this as a form of cheating. Religion means abiding by the orders of Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead. If one is not qualified to talk with Him and take lessons from Him, how can one understand the principles of religion? Thus talks of religion or religious experience without Kåñëa consciousness are a useless waste of time.
SB 1.16.4

nijagrähaujasä véraù kalià digvijaye kvacit

nåpa-liìga-dharaà çüdraà ghnantaà go-mithunaà padä

Once, when Mahäräja Parékñit was on his way to conquer the world, he saw the master of Kali-yuga, who was lower than a çüdra, disguised as a king and hurting the legs of a cow and bull. The King at once caught hold of him to deal sufficient punishment.

PURPORT

The purpose of a king's going out to conquer the world is not for self-aggrandizement. Mahäräja Parékñit went out to conquer the world after his ascendance to the throne, but this was not for the purpose of aggression on other states. He was the Emperor of the world, and all small states were already under his regime. His purpose in going out was to see how things were going on in terms of the godly state. The king, being the representative of the Lord, has to execute the will of the Lord duly. There is no question of self-aggrandizement. Thus as soon as Mahäräja Parékñit saw that a lower-class man in the dress of a king was hurting the legs of a cow and a bull, at once he arrested and punished him. The king cannot tolerate insults to the most important animal, the cow, nor can he tolerate disrespect for the most important man, the brähmaëa. 
Human civilization means to advance the cause of brahminical culture, and to maintain it, cow protection is essential. 
There is a miracle in milk, for it contains all the necessary vitamins to sustain human physiological conditions for higher achievements. Brahminical culture can advance only when man is educated to develop the quality of goodness, and for this there is a prime necessity of food prepared with milk, fruits and grains. Mahäräja Parékñit was astonished to see that a black çüdra, dressed like a ruler, was mistreating a cow, the most important animal in human society.

The age of Kali means mismanagement and quarrel. And the root cause of all mismanagement and quarrel is that worthless men with the modes of lower-class men, who have no higher ambition in life, come to the helm of the state management. Such men at the post of a king are sure to first hurt the cow and the brahminical culture, thereby pushing all society towards hell. Mahäräja Parékñit, trained as he was, got the scent of this root cause of all quarrel in the world. Thus he wanted to stop it in the very beginning.

Foods dear to those in the mode of goodness increase the duration of life, purify one's existence and give strength, health, happiness and satisfaction. Such foods are juicy, fatty, wholesome, and pleasing to the heart.

TRANSLATION

Foods that are too bitter, too sour, salty, hot, pungent, dry and burning are dear to those in the mode of passion. Such foods cause distress, misery and disease.

Bg 17.10

ucchiñöam api cämedhyaà bhojanaà tämasa-priyam

TRANSLATION

Food prepared more than three hours before being eaten, food that is tasteless, decomposed and putrid, and food consisting of remnants and untouchable things is dear to those in the mode of darkness.

PURPORT

The purpose of food is to increase the duration of life, purify the mind and aid bodily strength. This is its only purpose. In the past, great authorities selected those foods that best aid health and increase life's duration, such as milk products, sugar, rice, wheat, fruits and vegetables. These foods are very dear to those in the mode of goodness. Some other foods, such as baked corn and molasses, while not very palatable in themselves, can be made pleasant when mixed with milk or other foods. They are then in the mode of goodness. All these foods are pure by nature. They are quite distinct from untouchable things like meat and liquor. Fatty foods, as mentioned in the eighth verse, have no connection with animal fat obtained by slaughter. Animal fat is available in the form of milk, which is the most wonderful of all foods. Milk, butter, cheese and similar products give animal fat in a form which rules out any need for the killing of innocent creatures. It is only through brute mentality that this killing goes on. The civilized method of obtaining needed fat is by milk. Slaughter is the way of subhumans. Protein is amply available through split peas, däl, whole wheat, etc.

Foods in the mode of passion, which are bitter, too salty, or too hot or overly mixed with red pepper, cause misery by reducing the mucus in the stomach, leading to disease. Foods in the mode of ignorance or darkness are essentially those that are not fresh. Any food cooked more than three hours before it is eaten (except prasädam, food offered to the Lord) is considered to be in the mode of darkness. Because they are decomposing, such foods give a bad odor, which often attracts people in this mode but repulses those in the mode of goodness.

Remnants of food may be eaten only when they are part of a meal that was first offered to the Supreme Lord or first eaten by saintly persons, especially the spiritual master. Otherwise the remnants of food are considered to be in the mode of darkness, and they increase infection or disease. Such foodstuffs, although very palatable to persons in the mode of darkness, are neither liked nor even touched by those in the mode of goodness. The best food is the remnants of what is offered to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. In Bhagavad-gétä the Supreme Lord says that He accepts preparations of vegetables, flour and milk when offered with devotion. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam. Of course, devotion and love are the chief things which the Supreme Personality of Godhead accepts. But it is also mentioned that the prasädam should be prepared in a particular way. Any food prepared by the injunctions of the scripture and offered to the Supreme Personality of Godhead can be taken even if prepared long, long ago, because such food is transcendental. Therefore to make food antiseptic, eatable and palatable for all persons, one should offer food to the Supreme Personality of Godhead.
SB 4.18. 6

TRANSLATION

My dear King, the seeds, roots, herbs and grains, which were created by Lord Brahmä in the past, are now being used by nondevotees, who are devoid of all spiritual understanding.

PURPORT

Lord Brahmä created this material world for the use of the living entities, but it was created according to a plan that all living entities who might come into it to dominate it for sense gratification would be given directions by Lord Brahmä in the Vedas in order that they might ultimately leave it and return home, back to Godhead. All necessities grown on earth—namely fruits, flowers, trees, grains, animals and animal by-products—were created for use in sacrifice for the satisfaction of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Viñëu. However, the planet earth in the shape of a cow herein submits that all these utilities are being used by nondevotees, who have no plans for spiritual understanding. Although there are immense potencies within the earth for the production of grains, fruits and flowers, this production is checked by the earth itself when it is misused by nondevotees, who have no spiritual goals. Everything belongs to the Supreme Personality of Godhead, and everything can be used for His satisfaction. Things should not be used for the sense gratification of the living entities. This is the whole plan of material nature according to the directions of this material nature.

In this verse the words asadbhiù and adhåta-vrataiù are important. The word asadbhiù refers to the nondevotees. The nondevotees have been described in Bhagavad-gétä as duñkåtinaù (miscreants), müòhäù (asses or rascals), narädhamäù (lowest of mankind) and mäyayäpahåta-jïänäù (those who have lost their knowledge to the power of the illusory energy). All these persons are asat, nondevotees. Nondevotees are also called gåha-vrata, whereas the devotee is called dhåta-vrata. The whole Vedic plan is that the misguided conditioned souls who have come to lord it over material nature should be trained to become dhåta-vrata. This means that they should take a vow to satisfy their senses or enjoy material life only by satisfying the senses of the Supreme Lord. Activities intended to satisfy the senses of the Supreme Lord, Kåñëa, are called kåñëärthe 'khila-ceñöäù. This indicates that one can attempt all kinds of work, but one should do so to satisfy Kåñëa. This is described in Bhagavad-gétä as yajïärthät karma. The word yajïa indicates Lord Viñëu. We should work only for His satisfaction. In modern times (Kali-yuga), however, people have forgotten Viñëu altogether, and they conduct their activities for sense gratification. Such people will gradually become poverty-stricken, for they cannot use things which are to be enjoyed by the Supreme Lord for their own sense gratification. If they continue like this, there will ultimately be a state of poverty, and no grains, fruits or flowers will be produced. Indeed, it is stated in the Twelfth Canto of Bhägavatam that at the end of Kali-yuga people will be so polluted that there will no longer be any grains, wheat, sugarcane or milk.

SB 4.18.7

TRANSLATION

My dear King, not only are grains and herbs being used by nondevotees, but, as far as I am concerned, I am not being properly maintained. Indeed, I am being neglected by kings who are not punishing these rascals who have turned into thieves by using grains for sense gratification. Consequently I have hidden all these seeds, which were meant for the performance of sacrifice.

SB 4.18. 9-10

O great hero, protector of living entities, if you desire to relieve the living entities by supplying them sufficient grain, and if you desire to nourish them by taking milk from me, you should make arrangements to bring a calf suitable for this purpose and a pot in which the milk can be kept, as well as a milkman to do the work. Since I will be very much affectionate towards my calf, your desire to take milk from me will be fulfilled.

PURPORT

These are nice instructions for milking a cow. The cow must first have a calf so that out of affection for the calf she will voluntarily give sufficient milk. There must also be an expert milkman and a suitable pot in which to keep the milk. Just as a cow cannot deliver sufficient milk without being affectionate to her calf, the earth cannot produce sufficient necessities without feeling affection for those who are Kåñëa conscious. Even though the earth's being in the shape of a cow may be taken figuratively, the meaning herein is very explicit. Just as a calf can derive milk from a cow, all living entities—including animals, birds, bees, reptiles and aquatics—can receive their respective foods from the planet earth, provided that human beings are not asat, or adhåta-vrata, as we have previously discussed. When human society becomes asat, or ungodly, or devoid of Kåñëa consciousness, the entire world suffers. If human beings are well-behaved, animals will also receive sufficient food and be happy. The ungodly human being, ignorant of his duty to give protection and food to the animals, kills them to compensate for the insufficient production of grains. Thus no one is satisfied, and that is the cause for the present condition in today's world.
SB 1.1.10
O learned one, in this iron age of Kali men almost always have but short lives. They are quarrelsome, lazy, misguided, unlucky and, above all, always disturbed.

PURPORT

The devotees of the Lord are always anxious for the spiritual improvement of the general public. When the sages of Naimiñäraëya analyzed the state of affairs of the people in this age of Kali, they foresaw that men would live short lives. In Kali-yuga, the duration of life is shortened not so much because of insufficient food but because of irregular habits. By keeping regular habits and eating simple food, any man can maintain his health. Overeating, over-sense gratification, overdependence on another's mercy, and artificial standards of living sap the very vitality of human energy. Therefore the duration of life is shortened.
SB 1.9.26

At Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira's inquiry, Bhéñmadeva first defined all the classifications of castes and orders of life in terms of the individual's qualifications. Then he systematically, in twofold divisions, described counteraction by detachment and interaction by attachment.

PURPORT

The conception of four castes and four orders of life, as planned by the Lord Himself (Bg. 4.13), is to accelerate transcendental qualities of the individual person so that he may gradually realize his spiritual identity and thus act accordingly to get free from material bondage, or conditional life. In almost all the Puräëas the subject matter is described in the same spirit, and so also in the Mahäbhärata it is more elaborately described by Bhéñmadeva in the Çänti-parva, beginning from the sixtieth chapter.

The varëäçrama-dharma is prescribed for the civilized human being just to train him to successfully terminate human life. Self-realization is distinguished from the life of the lower animals engaged in eating, sleeping, fearing and mating. Bhéñmadeva advised for all human beings nine qualifications: (1) not to become angry, (2) not to lie, (3) to equally distribute wealth, (4) to forgive, (5) to beget children only by one's legitimate wife, (6) to be pure in mind and hygienic in body, (7) not to be inimical toward anyone, (8) to be simple, and (9) to support servants or subordinates. One cannot be called a civilized person without acquiring the above-mentioned preliminary qualities. Besides these, the brähmaëas (the intelligent men), the administrative men, the mercantile community and the laborer class must acquire special qualities in terms of occupational duties mentioned in all the Vedic scriptures. For the intelligent men, controlling the senses is the most essential qualification. It is the basis of morality. Sex indulgence even with a legitimate wife must also be controlled, and thereby family control will automatically follow. An intelligent man abuses his great qualifications if he does not follow the Vedic way of life. This means he must seriously make a study of the Vedic literatures, especially of the Çrémad-Bhägavatam and the Bhagavad-gétä. For learning Vedic knowledge, one must approach a person who is cent percent engaged in devotional service. He must not do things which are forbidden in the çästras. A person cannot be a teacher if he drinks or smokes. In the modern system of education the teacher's academic qualification is taken into consideration without evaluation of his moral life. Therefore, the result of education is misuse of high intelligence in so many ways.

The kñatriya, the member of the administrative class, is especially advised to give charity and not to accept charity in any circumstances. Modern administrators raise subscriptions for some political functions, but never give charity to the citizens in any state function. It is just the reverse in the injunctions of the çästras. The administrative class must be well versed in the çästras, but must not take to the profession of teachers. Their energy should be especially directed toward killing the thieves, the dacoits, the black marketeers and all such undesirable elements of society. The administrators should never pretend to become nonviolent and thereby go to hell. When Arjuna wanted to become a nonviolent coward on the Battlefield of Kurukñetra, he was severely chastised by Lord Kåñëa. The Lord degraded Arjuna at that time to the status of an uncivilized man for his avowed acceptance of the cult of nonviolence. The administrative class must be personally trained in military education. Cowards should not be elevated to the presidential throne by dint of numerical votes only. The monarchs were all chivalrous personalities, and therefore monarchy should be maintained provided the monarch is regularly trained in the occupational duties of a king. In fighting, the king or the president should never return home without being hurt by the enemy. The so-called king of today never visits the warfield. He is very much expert in artificially encouraging the fighting strength in the hope of false national prestige. As soon as the administrative class is turned into a gang of mercantile and laborer men, the whole machinery of government becomes polluted.

The vaiçyas, the members of the mercantile communities, are especially advised to protect the cows. Cow protection means increasing the milk productions, namely curd and butter. Agriculture and distribution of the foodstuff are the primary duties of the mercantile community backed by education in Vedic knowledge and trained to give in charity. As the kñatriyas were given charge of the protection of the citizens, vaiçyas were given the charge of the protection of animals. Animals are never meant to be killed. Killing of animals is a symptom of barbarian society. For a human being, agricultural produce, fruits and milk are sufficient and compatible foodstuffs. The human society should give more attention to animal protection. The productive energy of the laborer is misused when he is occupied by industrial enterprises. Industry of various types cannot produce the essential needs of man, namely rice, wheat, grains, milk, fruits and vegetables. The production of machines and machine tools increases the artificial living fashion of a class of vested interests and keeps thousands of men in starvation and unrest. This is not the standard of civilization.

The çüdra class is less intelligent and should have no independence. They are meant for rendering sincere service to the three higher sections of the society. The çüdra class can attain all comforts of life simply by rendering service to the higher classes. It is especially enjoined that a çüdra should never bank money. As soon as the çüdras accumulate wealth, it will be misused for sinful activities in wine, women and gambling. Wine, women and gambling indicate that the population is degraded to less than çüdra quality. The higher castes should always look after the maintenance of the çüdras, and they should provide them with old and used garments. A çüdra should not leave his master when the master is old and invalid, and the master should keep the servants satisfied in all respects. The çüdras must first of all be satisfied by sumptuous food and clothing before any sacrifice is performed. In this age so many functions are held by spending millions, but the poor laborer is not sumptuously fed or given charity, clothing, etc. The laborers are thus dissatisfied, and so they make agitation.

The varëas are, so to speak, classifications of different occupations, and äçrama-dharma is gradual progress on the path of self-realization. Both are interrelated, and one is dependent on the other. The main purpose of äçrama-dharma is to awaken knowledge and detachment. The brahmacäré äçrama is the training ground for the prospective candidates. In this äçrama it is instructed that this material world is not actually the home of the living being. The conditioned souls under material bondage are prisoners of matter, and therefore self-realization is the ultimate aim of life. The whole system of äçrama-dharma is a means to detachment. One who fails to assimilate this spirit of detachment is allowed to enter into family life with the same spirit of detachment. Therefore, one who attains detachment may at once adopt the fourth order, namely, renounced, and thus live on charity only, not to accumulate wealth, but just to keep body and soul together for ultimate realization. Household life is for one who is attached, and the vänaprastha and sannyäsa orders of life are for those who are detached from material life. The brahmacäré-äçrama is especially meant for training both the attached and detached.
Telephone Interview with Abhiräma däsa, Våndävana, India 18 February 1996:

(Interviewer: Hare Kåñëa dasé)
Abhiräma däsa: "I was personally present on two occasions when Çrila Prabhupäda spoke about how important establishing varëäçrama was to him. Both times were in the summer of 1977, in Prabhupäda's room in Våndävana, before he left to go to London. At the time, Tamäla Goswami was Çrila Prabhupäda's personal secretary, and I his assistant. I was also Prabhupäda's nurse.

"The first time, several devotees were with Çrila Prabhupäda. We knew that his health was getting weaker. He was talking to the devotees about his imminent departure. 'I have no lamentation,' Prabhupäda said. He paused for a few seconds, and then he said, 
'No, I have one lamentation.' 
A devotee asked, 'Because you have not finished translating the Çrimad Bhägavatam?' Prabhupäda replied, 
'No, that I have not established varëäçrama.'
"On the next occasion, some time later, I was with Çrila Prabhupäda in his room when he made the statement, 'Fifty percent of my work is not complete because I have not established varëäçrama.'"

WORD-FOR-WORD MEANINGS

tat-tat-vatsän—the calves, which belonged to different cows; påthak—separately; nétvä—bringing; tat-tat-goñöhe—to their respective cow sheds; niveçya—entering; saù—Kåñëa; tat-tat-ätmä—as originally different individual souls; abhavat—He expanded Himself in that way; räjan—O King Parékñit; tat-tat-sadma—their respective houses; praviñöavän—entered (Kåñëa thus entered everywhere).

TRANSLATION

O Mahäräja Parékñit, Kåñëa, who had divided Himself as different calves and also as different cowherd boys, entered different cow sheds as the calves and then different homes as different boys.
PURPORT

Kåñëa had many, many friends, of whom Çrédämä, Sudämä and Subala were prominent. Thus Kåñëa Himself became Çrédämä, Sudämä and Subala and entered their respective houses with their respective calves.

SB 10.13.24

Thereafter, all the cows entered their different sheds and began mooing loudly, calling for their respective calves. When the calves arrived, the mothers began licking the calves' bodies again and again and profusely feeding them with the milk flowing from their milk bags.
SB 9.6.6

During the months of January, February and March, oblations offered to the forefathers are called añöakä-çräddha. The çräddha ceremony is held during the dark fortnight of the month. When Mahäräja Ikñväku was performing his oblations in this ceremony, he ordered his son Vikukñi to go immediately to the forest to bring some pure flesh.

SB 9.6.7

Thereafter, Ikñväku's son Vikukñi went to the forest and killed many animals suitable for being offered as oblations. But when fatigued and hungry he became forgetful and ate a rabbit he had killed.

PURPORT

It is evident that kñatriyas killed animals in the forest because the flesh of the animals was suitable to be offered at a particular type of yajïa. Offering oblations to the forefathers in the ceremony known as çräddha is also a kind of yajïa. In this yajïa, flesh obtained from the forest by hunting could be offered. However, in the present age, Kali-yuga, this kind of offering is forbidden. Quoting from the Brahma-vaivarta Puräëa, Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu said:

açvamedhaà gavälambhaà

sannyäsaà pala-paitåkam

devareëa sutotpattià

kalau païca vivarjayet

 [Cc. Ädi 17.164]

"In this age of Kali, five acts are forbidden: the offering of a horse in sacrifice, the offering of a cow in sacrifice, the acceptance of the order of sannyäsa, the offering of oblations of flesh to the forefathers, and a man's begetting children in his brother's wife." The word pala-paitåkam refers to an offering of flesh in oblations to forefathers. Formerly, such an offering was allowed, but in this age it is forbidden. In this age, Kali-yuga, everyone is expert in hunting animals, but most of the people are çüdras, not kñatriyas. According to Vedic injunctions, however, only kñatriyas are allowed to hunt, whereas çüdras are allowed to eat flesh after offering goats or other insignificant animals before the deity of goddess Kälé or similar demigods. On the whole, meat-eating is not completely forbidden; a particular class of men is allowed to eat meat according to various circumstances and injunctions. As far as eating beef is concerned, however, it is strictly prohibited to everyone. Thus in Bhagavad-gétä Kåñëa personally speaks of go-rakñyam, cow protection. Meat-eaters, according to their different positions and the directions of the çästra, are allowed to eat flesh, but never the flesh of cows. Cows must be given all protection.

SB 9.6.8

Vikukñi offered the remnants of the flesh to King Ikñväku, who gave it to Vasiñöha for purification. But Vasiñöha could immediately understand that part of the flesh had already been taken by Vikukñi, and therefore he said that it was unfit to be used in the çräddha ceremony.

PURPORT

That which is meant to be offered in yajïa cannot be tasted

 HYPERLINK  \l "VERYPROPERLYandtheproductsofferedtoKrsna" 
 by anyone before being offered to the Deity. In our temples, this regulation is in effect. One cannot eat food from the kitchen unless it is offered to the Deity. If something is taken before being offered to the Deity, the entire preparation is polluted and can no longer be offered. Those engaged in Deity worship must know this very well so that they may be saved from committing offenses in Deity worship.
C.C Madhya 24.325
“I am a most lowborn person. I have no knowledge of good behavior. How is it possible for me to write authorized directions about Vaiñëava activities?”

PURPORT

Actually Sanätana Gosvämé belonged to a very respectable brähmaëa family. Nonetheless, he submitted himself as a fallen, lowborn person because he had served in the Muslim government. A brähmaëa is never supposed to engage in anyone’s service. Serving others for a livelihood (paricaryätmakaà karma [Bg. 18.44]) is the business of çüdras. The brähmaëa is always independent and busy studying çästra and preaching çästra to subordinate social members such as kñatriyas and vaiçyas. Sanätana Gosvämé felt unfit to write Vaiñëava småti about the behavior of Vaiñëavas because he had fallen from the brahminical position. Thus Sanätana Gosvämé clearly admits that the brahminical culture should be standardized. Presently in India, so-called brähmaëas are almost all engaged in some mundane service, and they do not understand the import of the Vedic çästras. Nonetheless, they are passing themselves off as brähmaëas on the basis of birth. In this connection, Sanätana Gosvämé declares that a brähmaëa cannot be engaged in anyone’s service if he wants to take a leading part in society. In Çrémad-Bhägavatam Närada Muni states that even if a brähmaëa is in a difficult position, he should not accept the occupation of a çüdra. This means that he should not be engaged in service for another, for this is the business of dogs. Under the circumstances, Sanätana Gosvämé felt very low because he had accepted a position of service in the Muslim government. The conclusion is that no one should claim to be a brähmaëa simply by birthright while engaging in someone else’s service.

TEXT 326

Sanätana Gosvämé then requested the Lord, “Please personally tell me how I can write this difficult book about Vaiñëava behavior. Please manifest Yourself in my heart.

PURPORT

The writing of Vaiñëava literatures is not a function for ordinary men. Vaiñëava literatures are not mental concoctions. They are all authorized literatures meant to guide those who are going to be Vaiñëavas. Under these circumstances, an ordinary man cannot give his own opinion. His opinion must always correspond with the conclusion of the Vedas. Unless one is fully qualified in Vaiñëava behavior and authorized by superior authority (the Supreme Personality of Godhead), one cannot write Vaiñëava literatures or purports and commentaries on Çrémad-Bhägavatam and the Bhagavad-gétä.

TEXT 327

 “If You would please manifest Yourself within my heart and personally direct me in writing this book, then, although I am lowborn, I may hope to be able to write it. You can do this because You are the Supreme Personality of Godhead Yourself, and whatever You direct is perfect.”

TEXT 328

Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu replied, “Whatever you want to do you will be able to do correctly by Lord Kåñëa’s favor. He will manifest the real purport.

PURPORT

Sanätana Gosvämé was a pure devotee of Kåñëa. A pure devotee has no business other than serving Kåñëa; consequently Kåñëa is always ready to help him. This benediction was given by Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu to Sanätana Gosvämé, who was authorized to write Vaiñëava småti. Sanätana Gosvämé was a pure devotee of the Lord, and through the blessings of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu he was able to write the book perfectly.

TEXT 329

 “Because you asked Me for a synopsis, please hear these few indications. In the beginning describe how one must take shelter of a bona fide spiritual master.

TEXT 330

 “Your book should describe the characteristics of the bona fide guru and the bona fide disciple. Then, before accepting a spiritual master, one can be assured of the spiritual master’s position. Similarly, the spiritual master can also be assured of the disciple’s position. The Supreme Personality of Godhead, Kåñëa, should be described as the worshipable object, and you should describe the béja-mantra for the worship of Kåñëa, as well as that for Räma and for other expansions of the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

PURPORT

In the Padma Puräëa, the characteristics of the guru, the bona fide spiritual master, have been described:

mahä-bhägavata-çreñöho brähmaëo vai gurur nåëäm

sarveñäm eva lokänäm asau püjyo yathä hariù

mahä-kula-prasüto ‘pi sarva-yajïeñu dékñitaù

sahasra-çäkhädhyäyé ca na guruù syäd avaiñëavaù

The guru must be situated on the topmost platform of devotional service. There are three classes of devotees, and the guru must be accepted from the topmost class. The first-class devotee is the spiritual master for all kinds of people. It is said, gurur nåëäm. The word nåëäm means “of all human beings.” The guru is not limited to a particular group. It is stated in the Upadeçämåta of Rüpa Gosvämé that a guru is a gosvämé, a controller of the senses and the mind. Such a guru can accept disciples from all over the world. Påthivéà sa çiñyät. This is the test of the guru.

In India there are many so-called gurus, and they are limited to a certain district or a province. They do not even travel about India, yet they declare themselves to be jagad-guru, the guru of the whole world. Such cheating gurus should not be accepted. Anyone can see how the bona fide spiritual master accepts disciples from all over the world. The guru is a qualified brähmaëa; therefore he knows Brahman and Para-brahman. He thus devotes his life for the service of Para-brahman. The bona fide spiritual master who accepts disciples from all over the world is also worshiped all over the world because of his qualities. Lokänäm asau püjyo yathä hariù: the people of the world worship him just as they worship the Supreme Personality of Godhead. All these honors are offered to him because he strictly follows the brahminical principles and teaches these principles to his disciples. Such a person is called an äcärya because he knows the principles of devotional service, he behaves in that way himself, and he teaches his disciples to follow in his footsteps. Thus he is an äcärya or jagad-guru. Even though a person is born in a brahminical family and is very expert in performing sacrifices, he cannot be accepted as a guru if he is not a strict Vaiñëava. A guru is a brähmaëa by qualification, and he can turn others into brähmaëas according to the çästric principles and brahminical qualifications. Brahmanism is not a question of heredity. In Çrémad-Bhägavatam (7.11.35) Çré Närada Muni tells Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira what a brähmaëa is. He states that if brahminical qualifications are observed in kñatriyas, vaiçyas or even çüdras, one should accept them as brähmaëas. In this regard, Çréla Çrédhara Svämé has commented: çamädibhir eva brähmaëädi-vyavahäro mukhyaù, na jäti-mäträdéty äha—yasyeti. yad yadi anyatra varëäntare ‘pi dåçyeta, tad-varëäntaraà tenaiva lakñaëa-nimittenaiva varëena vinirdiçet, na tu jäti-nimittenety arthaù: “The most important criterion for deciding whether to deal with someone as a brähmaëa or as a member of another varëa is the presence or absence of self-control and similar brahminical qualities. We should not judge primarily according to superficial characteristics like birth. This is stated in the verse beginning yasya [SB 7.11.35]. If the qualities of one varëa are seen in someone born in another, he should be designated according to the varëa of his qualities, not that of his birth.”

There is a similar statement made by Nélakaëöha, a commentator on the Mahäbhärata: çüdro ‘pi çamädy-upeto brähmaëa eva brähmaëo ‘pi kämädy-upetaù çüdra eva. “Although one may be born in a çüdra family, if he is endowed with the brahminical qualities, beginning with çama [control of the mind], he is to be accepted as a brähmaëa. Although one may be born in a brähmaëa family, if he is endowed with the qualities beginning with käma [lust], he is to be considered a çüdra.” No one should present himself as a brähmaëa simply on the basis of being born in a brahminical family. One must be qualified by the brahminical qualities mentioned in the çästras, particularly the Bhagavad-gétä (18.42):

çamo damas tapaù çaucaà kñäntir ärjavam eva ca

jïänaà vijïänam ästikyaà brahma-karma svabhäva-jam

“Peacefulness, self-control, austerity, purity, tolerance, honesty, knowledge, wisdom and religiousness—these are the natural qualities by which the brähmaëas work.”

Unless one is qualified with all these attributes, he cannot be accepted as a brähmaëa. It is not a question of simply taking birth in a brähmaëa family. In this regard, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura remarks that Narottama däsa Öhäkura and Çyämänanda Gosvämé, although not born in brähmaëa families, are accepted as bona fide spiritual masters because they were brähmaëas by qualification. Personalities like Çré Gaìgä-näräyaëa, Rämakåñëa and many others, who were actually born in brähmaëa families, accepted Narottama däsa Öhäkura and Çyämänanda Gosvämé as their spiritual masters.

The mahä-bhägavata is one who decorates his body with tilaka and whose name indicates him to be a servant of Kåñëa by the word däsa. He is also initiated by a bona fide spiritual master and is expert in worshiping the Deity, chanting mantras correctly, performing sacrifices, offering prayers to the Lord and performing saìkértana. He knows how to serve the Supreme Personality of Godhead and how to respect a Vaiñëava. When one has attained the topmost position of mahä-bhägavata, he is to be accepted as a guru and worshiped exactly like Hari, the Personality of Godhead. Only such a person is eligible to occupy the post of a guru. However, if one is highly qualified but is not a Vaiñëava, he cannot be accepted as a guru. One cannot be a brähmaëa unless one is a Vaiñëava. If one is a Vaiñëava, he is already a brähmaëa. If a guru is completely qualified as a Vaiñëava, he must be accepted as a brähmaëa even if he is not born in a brähmaëa family. The caste system method of distinguishing a brähmaëa by birth is not acceptable when applied to a bona fide spiritual master. A spiritual master is a qualified brähmaëa and äcärya. If one is not a qualified brähmaëa, he is not expert in studying the Vedic literatures. Nänä-çästra-vicäraëaika-nipuëau. Every Vaiñëava is a spiritual master, and a spiritual master is automatically expert in brahminical behavior. He also understands the Vedic çästras.

Similarly, a disciple’s qualifications must be observed by the spiritual master before he is accepted as a disciple. In our Kåñëa consciousness movement, the requirement is that one must be prepared to give up the four pillars of sinful life—illicit sex, meat-eating, intoxication and gambling. In Western countries especially, we first observe whether a potential disciple is prepared to follow the regulative principles. Then he is given the name of a Vaiñëava servant and initiated to chant the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra, at least sixteen rounds daily. In this way the disciple renders devotional service under the guidance of the spiritual master or his representative for at least six months to a year. He is then recommended for a second initiation, during which a sacred thread is offered and the disciple is accepted as a bona fide brähmaëa. Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura introduced the system of giving the sacred thread to a bona fide Vaiñëava, and we are following in his footsteps. The qualifications of a bona fide disciple are described in Çrémad-Bhägavatam (11.10.6) as follows:

amänya-matsaro dakño nirmamo dåòha-sauhådaù

asatvaro ‘rtha-jijïäsur anasüyur amogha-väk

The disciple must have the following qualifications. He must give up interest in the material bodily conception. He must give up material lust, anger, greed, illusion, madness and envy. He should be interested only in understanding the science of God, and he should be ready to consider all points in this matter. He should no longer think, “I am this body,” or, “This thing belongs to me.” One must love the spiritual master with unflinching faith, and one must be very steady and fixed. The bona fide disciple should be inquisitive to understand transcendental subject matter. He must not search out faults among good qualities, and he should no longer be interested in material topics. His only interest should be Kåñëa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

As far as the mutual testing of the spiritual master and disciple is concerned, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura explains that a bona fide disciple must be very inquisitive to understand the transcendental subject matter. As stated in Çrémad-Bhägavatam (11.3.21):

tasmäd guruà prapadyeta

 jijïäsuù çreya uttamam

“One who is inquisitive to understand the highest goal and benefit of life must approach a bona fide spiritual master and surrender unto him.” A serious disciple must be alert when selecting a bona fide spiritual master. He must be sure that the spiritual master can deliver all the transcendental necessities. The spiritual master must observe how inquisitive the disciple is and how eager he is to understand the transcendental subject matter. The spiritual master should study the disciple’s inquisitiveness for no less than six months or a year. A spiritual master should not be very anxious to accept a disciple because of his material opulences. Sometimes a big businessman or landlord may approach a spiritual master for initiation. Those who are materially interested are called viñayés (karmés), which indicates that they are very fond of sense gratification. Such viñayés sometimes approach a famous guru and ask to become a disciple just as a matter of fashion. Sometimes viñayés pose as disciples of a reputed spiritual master just to cover their activities and advertise themselves as advanced in spiritual knowledge. In other words, they want to attain material success. A spiritual master must be very careful in this regard. Such business is going on all over the world. The spiritual master does not accept a materially opulent disciple just to advertise the fact that he has such a big disciple. He knows that by associating with such viñayé disciples, he may fall down. One who accepts a viñayé disciple is not a bona fide spiritual master. Even if he is, his position may be damaged due to association with an unscrupulous viñayé. If a so-called spiritual master accepts a disciple for his personal benefit or for material gain, the relationship between the spiritual master and the disciple turns into a material affair, and the spiritual master becomes like a smärta-guru. There are many caste gosvämés who professionally create some disciples who do not care for them or their instructions. Such spiritual masters are satisfied simply to get some material benefits from their disciples. Such a relationship is condemned by Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura, who calls such spiritual masters and disciples a society of cheaters and cheated. They are also called bäulas or präkåta-sahajiyäs. Their aim is to make the connection between the spiritual master and the disciple into a very cheap thing. They are not serious in wanting to understand spiritual life.

The words sevya bhagavän in this verse of the Caitanya-caritämåta are important. Bhagavän indicates the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Lord Viñëu. Lord Viñëu alone is worshipable. There is no need to worship demigods. This is confirmed in the Bhagavad-gétä (7.20):

kämais tais tair håta-jïänäù prapadyante ‘nya-devatäù

taà taà niyamam ästhäya prakåtyä niyatäù svayä

“Those whose intelligence has been stolen by material desires surrender unto demigods and follow the particular rules and regulations of worship according to their own natures.”

It is also stated in the Skanda Puräëa:

väsudevaà parityajya yo ‘nya-devam upäsate

sva-mätaraà parityajya çva-pacéà vandate hi saù

“A person who worships the demigods and gives up Lord Väsudeva is like a man who gives up the protection of his mother for the shelter of a witch.”

It is also stated by Lord Kåñëa in the Bhagavad-gétä (9.23):

ye ‘py anya-devatä-bhaktä yajante çraddhayänvitäù

te ‘pi mäm eva kaunteya yajanty avidhi-pürvakam

“Those who are devotees of other gods and who worship them with faith actually worship only Me, O son of Kunté, but they do so in a wrong way.”

Demigods are also living entities and parts and parcels of Kåñëa. Therefore in one sense one worships Kåñëa when one worships the demigods, but not in the proper way. There is a proper method to water a tree: one should water the root. But if one waters the leaves and branches instead, he is simply wasting his time. If one worships the demigods to the exclusion of Lord Viñëu, his rewards will only be material. As confirmed by Lord Kåñëa in the Bhagavad-gétä (7.23):

anta-vat tu phalaà teñäà tad bhavaty alpa-medhasäm

devän deva-yajo yänti mad-bhaktä yänti mäm api

“Men of small intelligence worship the demigods, and their fruits are limited and temporary. Those who worship the demigods go to the planets of the demigods, but My devotees ultimately reach My supreme planet.”

Demigod worship is meant for unintelligent men because the benefits derived from demigod worship are all material, temporary and retractable. It is also stated in the Padma Puräëa:

yas tu näräyaëaà devaà brahma-rudrädi-daivataiù

samatvenaiva vékñeta sa päñaëòé bhaved dhruvam

 [Cc. Madhya 18.116]

“Whoever thinks Lord Viñëu and the demigods are on the same level is to be immediately considered a rogue as far as spiritual understanding is concerned.”

There are three modes of nature in the material world, but when one is situated spiritually, he is above the material modes, even though he lives in this material world. As Lord Kåñëa states in the Bhagavad-gétä (14.26):

mäà ca yo ‘vyabhicäreëa bhakti-yogena sevate

sa guëän samatétyaitän brahma-bhüyäya kalpate

“One who engages in full devotional service, unfailing in all circumstances, at once transcends the modes of material nature and thus comes to the level of Brahman.” In material consciousness, however, even one who is situated in the mode of goodness is susceptible to pollution by the modes of passion and ignorance. When the mode of goodness is mixed with the mode of passion, one worships the sun-god, Vivasvän. When the mode of goodness is mixed with the mode of ignorance, one worships Gaëapati, or Gaëeça. When the mode of passion is mixed with the mode of ignorance, one worships Durgä, or Kälé, the external potency. When one is simply in the mode of ignorance, one becomes a devotee of Lord Çiva because Lord Çiva is the predominating deity of the mode of ignorance within this material world. However, when one is completely free from the influence of all the modes of material nature, one becomes a pure Vaiñëava on the devotional platform. As Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé states in the Bhakti-rasämåta-sindhu:

anyäbhiläñitä-çünyaà jïäna-karmädy-anävåtam

änukülyena kåñëänuçélanaà bhaktir uttamä

 [Cc. Madhya 19.167]

“One should render transcendental loving service to the Supreme Lord Kåñëa favorably and without desire for material profit or gain through fruitive activities or philosophical speculation. That is called pure devotional service.”

The position of viçuddha-sattva is the position of uncontaminated goodness. On that platform one can then understand, ärädhyo bhagavän vrajeça-tanayas tad-dhäma våndävanam: “The Supreme Personality of Godhead, the son of Nanda Mahäräja, is to be worshiped along with His transcendental abode, Våndävana.”

The word sarva-mantra-vicäraëa in the present verse of Çré Caitanya-caritämåta means “considering all different types of mantras.” There are different kinds of mantras for different kinds of devotees. There is the mantra known as the dvädaçäkñara mantra, composed of twelve syllables, and there is the mantra composed of eighteen syllables. Similarly, there are the Närasiàha mantra, the Räma mantra, the Gopäla mantra and so on. Each and every mantra has its own spiritual significance. The spiritual master has to select a mantra for his disciple according to the disciple’s ability to chant different mantras.

Madhya 24.331

TEXT 331

 “You should discuss the qualifications necessary for receiving a mantra, the perfection of the mantra, the purification of the mantra, initiation, morning duties, remembrance of the Supreme Lord, cleanliness and washing the mouth and other parts of the body.

PURPORT

The following injunction is given in the Hari-bhakti-viläsa (1.194) regarding mantra-adhikäré, the qualification for receiving mantra initiation:

täntrikeñu ca mantreñu dékñäyäà yoñitäm api

sädhvénäm adhikäro ‘sti çüdrädénäà ca sad-dhiyäm

“Çüdras and women who are chaste and sincerely interested in understanding the Absolute Truth are qualified to be initiated with the päïcarätrika-mantras.” This is confirmed by Lord Kåñëa in the Bhagavad-gétä (9.32):

mäà hi pärtha vyapäçritya ye ‘pi syuù päpa-yonayaù

striyo vaiçyäs tathä çüdräs te ‘pi yänti paräà gatià

“O son of Påthä, those who take shelter in Me, though they be of lower birth—women, vaiçyas [merchants] and çüdras [workers]—can attain the supreme destination.”

If one actually wants to serve Kåñëa, it doesn’t matter whether one is a çüdra, vaiçya or even a woman. If one is sincerely eager to chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra or dékñä-mantra, one is qualified to be initiated according to the päïcarätrika process. However, according to Vedic principles, only a brähmaëa who is fully engaged in his occupational duties can be initiated. Çüdras and women are not admitted to a vaidika initiation. Unless one is fit according to the estimation of the spiritual master, one cannot accept a mantra from the päïcarätrika-vidhi or the vaidika-vidhi. When one is fit to accept the mantra, one is initiated by the päïcarätrika-vidhi or the vaidika-vidhi. In any case, the result is the same.

Regarding mantra-siddhy-ädi-çodhana, the efficacy of the mantra, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Öhäkura gives sixteen divisions, which are confirmed in the Hari-bhakti-viläsa (beginning with 1.204):

siddha-sädhya-susiddhäri-

 kramäj jïeyo vicakñaëaiù

These are (1) siddha, (2) sädhya, (3) susiddha and (4) ari. These four principles can be divided further: (1) siddha-siddha, (2) siddha-sädhya, (3) siddha-susiddha, (4) siddha-ari, (5) sädhya-siddha, (6) sädhya-sädhya, (7) sädhya-susiddha, (8) sädhya-ari, (9) susiddha-siddha, (10) susiddha-sädhya, (11) susiddha-susiddha, (12) susiddha-ari, (13) ari-siddha, (14) ari-sädhya, (15) ari-susiddha, and (16) ari-ari.

Those who are initiated with the eighteen-syllable mantra do not need to consider the above-mentioned sixteen divisions. As enjoined in the Hari-bhakti-viläsa (1.215, 219, 220):

na cätra çätravä doñä narëasvädi-vicäraëä

åkña-räçi-vicäro vä na kartavyo manau priye

nätra cintyo ‘ri-çuddhyädir näri-miträdi-lakñaëam

siddha-sädhya-susiddhäri-rüpä nätra vicäraëä

There is çodhana, or purification of the mantra, but there is no such consideration for the Kåñëa mantra. Balitvät kåñëa-manträëäà saàskäräpekñaëaà na hi: “The Kåñëa mantra is so strong that there is no question of çodhana.” (Hari-bhakti-viläsa 1.235)

As far as dékñä is concerned, one should consult Madhya-lélä 15.108. On the whole, when a person is initiated according to the päïcarätrika-vidhi, he has already attained the position of a brähmaëa. This is enjoined in the Hari-bhakti-viläsa (2.12):

yathä käïcanatäà yäti käàsyaà rasa-vidhänataù

tathä dékñä-vidhänena dvijatvaà jäyate nåëäm

“As bell metal can be turned into gold when treated with mercury, a disciple initiated by a bona fide guru immediately attains the position of a brähmaëa.”

As far as the time of dékñä (initiation) is concerned, everything depends on the position of the guru. As soon as a bona fide guru is received by chance or by a program, one should immediately take the opportunity to receive initiation. In the book called Tattva-sägara, it is stated:

durlabhe sad-gurüëäà ca sakåt-saìga upasthite

tad-anujïä yadä labdhä sa dékñävasaro mahän

gräme vä yadi väraëye kñetre vä divase niçi

ägacchati gurur daiväd yathä dékñä tad-äjïayä

yadaivecchä tadä dékñä guror äjïänurüpataù

na térthaà na vrataà hemo na snänaà na japa-kriyä

dékñäyäù karaëaà kintu svecchä-präpte tu sad-gurau

“If by chance one gets a sad-guru, it doesn’t matter whether one is in the temple or the forest. If the sad-guru, the bona fide spiritual master, agrees, one can be initiated immediately, without waiting for a suitable time or place.”

Concerning prätaù-småti, remembrance of the Lord in the morning, in the early morning hours (known as brähma-muhürta) one should get up and immediately chant the Hare Kåñëa mantra, or at least “Kåñëa, Kåñëa, Kåñëa.” In this way, one should remember Kåñëa. Some çlokas or prayers should also be chanted. By chanting, one immediately becomes auspicious and transcendental to the infection of material qualities. Actually one has to chant and remember Lord Kåñëa twenty-four hours daily, or as much as possible:

smartavyaù satataà viñëur vismartavyo na jätucit

sarve vidhi-niñedhäù syur etayor eva kiìkaräù

“Kåñëa is the origin of Lord Viñëu. He should always be remembered and never forgotten at any time. All the rules and prohibitions mentioned in the çästras should be the servants of these two principles.” This is a quotation from the Padma Puräëa, from the portion called Båhat-sahasra-näma-stotra.

The word prätaù-kåtya in the present verse of the Caitanya-caritämåta means that one should evacuate regularly in the morning and then cleanse himself by taking a bath. One has to gargle (äcamana) and brush his teeth (danta-dhävana). He should do this either with twigs or a toothbrush—whatever is available. This will purify the mouth. Then one should take his bath. Actually householders and vänaprasthas should bathe two times a day (prätar-madhyähnayoù snänaà vänaprastha-gåhasthayoù). A sannyäsé should bathe three times daily, and a brahmacäré may take only one bath a day. Whenever one is not able to bathe in water, he can bathe by chanting the Hare Kåñëa mantra. One also has to perform his sandhyädi-vandana—that is, one has to chant his Gäyatré mantra three times daily—morning, noon and evening.

TEXT 332

 “You should describe how in the morning one should regularly brush his teeth, take his bath, offer prayers to the Lord and offer obeisances to the spiritual master. You should also describe how one should render service to the spiritual master and paint one’s body in twelve places with ürdhva-puëòra [tilaka], as well as how one should stamp one’s body with the holy names of the Lord or the symbols of the Lord, such as the disc and club.

TEXT 333

 “After this, you should describe how one should decorate his body with gopécandana, wear neck beads, collect tulasé leaves from the tulasé tree, cleanse his cloth and the altar, cleanse his own house or apartment and go to the temple and ring the bell just to draw the attention of Lord Kåñëa.

TEXT 334

 “Also describe Deity worship, wherein one should offer food to Kåñëa at least five times daily and in due time place Him on a bed. You should also describe the process for offering ärati and the worship of the Lord according to the list of five, sixteen or fifty ingredients.

PURPORT

The five ingredients for Deity worship are (1) very good scents, (2) very good flowers, (3) incense, (4) a lamp and (5) something edible. As for ñoòaçopacära, the sixteen ingredients, one should (1) provide a sitting place (äsana), (2) ask Kåñëa to sit down, (3) offer arghya, (4) offer water to wash the legs, (5) wash the mouth, (6) offer madhu-parka, (7) offer water for washing the mouth, (8) bathe the Lord, (9) offer garments, (10) decorate the Lord’s body with ornaments, (11) offer sweet scents, (12) offer flowers with good fragrance, like the rose or campaka, (13) offer incense, (14) offer a lamp, (15) give good food, and (16) offer prayers.

In the Hari-bhakti-viläsa (11.127–140) there is a vivid description of what is required in Deity worship. There are sixty-four items mentioned. In the temple, worship should be so gorgeous that all sixty-four items should be available for the satisfaction of the Personality of Godhead. Sometimes it is impossible to get all sixty-four items; therefore we recommend that at least on the first day of installation all sixty-four items should be available. When the Lord is established, worship with all sixty-four items should continue as far as possible. The sixty-four items are as follows: (1) There must be a big bell hanging in front of the temple room so that whoever comes into the room can ring the bell. This item is called prabodhana, or offering oneself submissively to the Lord. This is the first item. (2) The visitor must chant “Jaya Çré Rädhä-Govinda!” or “Jaya Çré Rädhä-Mädhava!” when he rings the bell. In either case, the word jaya must be uttered. (3) One should immediately offer obeisances to the Lord, falling down like a stick. (4) There must be regular maìgala-ärati in the temple during the early morning, an hour and a half before the sun rises. (5) There must be an äsana, a sitting place before the altar. This äsana is for the spiritual master. The disciple brings everything before the spiritual master, and the spiritual master offers everything to the Supreme Personality of Godhead. (6) After maìgala-ärati, the Deity is supposed to wash His teeth by using a twig; therefore a twig must be offered. (7) Water must be offered for washing the Deity’s feet. (8) Arghya should be offered. (9) Water for äcamana should be offered. (10) Madhu-parka, a small bowl containing madhu (honey, a little ghee, a little water, a little sugar, yogurt and milk) should be offered. This is called madhu-parka-äcamana. (11) One should place wooden slippers before the Lord. (12) One should massage the body of the Lord. (13) One should massage the body of the Lord with oil. (14) With a soft, wet sponge one should remove all the oil smeared over the Lord’s body. (15) One should bathe the Lord with water in which nicely scented flowers have been soaking for some time. (16) After bathing the body of the Lord with water, one should bathe Him with milk. (17) Then one should bathe Him with yogurt. (18) Then one should bathe Him with ghee. (19) Then one should bathe Him with honey. (20) Then one should bathe Him with water in which sugar has been dissolved. (21) Then one should wash the Deity with water and chant this mantra:

cintämaëi-prakara-sadmasu kalpa-våkña-

 lakñävåteñu surabhér abhipälayantam

lakñmé-sahasra-çata-sambhrama-sevyamänaà

 govindam ädi-puruñaà tam ahaà bhajämi

 [Bs. 5.29]

(22) One should dry the entire body of the Lord with a towel. (23) A new dress should be put on the Lord’s body. (24) A sacred thread should be placed on His body. (25) Water should be offered for cleansing His mouth (äcamana). (26) Nicely scented oils like liquid sandalwood pulp should be smeared over the Lord’s body. (27) All kinds of ornaments and crowns should be placed on His body. (28) Then one should offer flower garlands and decorative flowers. (29) One should burn incense. (30) Lamps should be offered. (31) Precautions should always be taken so that demons and atheists cannot harm the body of the Lord. (32) Food offerings should be placed before the Lord. (33) Spices for chewing should be offered. (34) Betel nuts should be offered. (35) At the proper time, there should be arrangements so that the Lord may take rest in bed. (36) The Lord’s hair should be combed and decorated. (37) First-class garments should be offered. (38) A first-class helmet should be offered. (39) The garments should be scented. (40) There should be Kaustubha jewels and other ornaments offered. (41) A variety of flowers should be offered. (42) Another maìgala-ärati should be offered. (43) A mirror should be offered. (44) The Lord should be carried on a nice palanquin to the altar. (45) The Lord should be seated on the throne. (46) Again water should be given for the washing of His feet. (47) Something again should be offered for eating. (48) Evening ärati should be offered. (49) The Lord should be fanned with a cämara fan, and an umbrella should be placed over His head. (50) The Hare Kåñëa mantra and approved songs should be sung. (51) Musical instruments should be played. (52) One should dance before the Deity. (53) One should circumambulate the Deity. (54) One should again offer obeisances. (55) One should offer different types of prayers and hymns at the Lord’s lotus feet. (56) One should touch the lotus feet of the Lord with one’s head. This may not be possible for everyone, but at least the püjäré should do this. (57) The flowers offered on the previous day should touch one’s head. (58) One should take the remnants of the Lord’s food. (59) One should sit before the Lord and think that he is massaging the Lord’s legs. (60) One should decorate the Lord’s bed with flowers before the Lord takes His rest. (61) One should offer one’s hand to the Lord. (62) One should take the Deity to His bed. (63) One should wash the feet of the Lord and then sit Him on the bed. (64) One should place the Lord on the bed and then massage His feet.

Ärati should be offered to the Deities five times daily—early in the morning before sunrise, later in the morning, at noon, in the evening and at night. This means that there should be worship and a change of dress and flowers. As far as the eatables are concerned, all items should be first-class preparations. There should be first-class rice, dhal, fruit, sweet rice, vegetables and a variety of foods to be sucked, drunk and chewed. All the eatables offered to the Deities should be extraordinarily excellent. In Europe and America there is presently no monetary scarcity. People are not poor, and if they follow these principles of Deity worship, they will advance in spiritual life. As far as placing the Deity in the bed is concerned, if the Deity is large and heavy, it is not possible to move Him daily. It is better that a small Deity, which is also worshiped, be taken to the bed. This mantra should be chanted: ägaccha çayana-sthänaà priyäbhiù saha keçava. “O Keçava, kindly come to Your bed along with Çrématé Rädhäräëé.” (Hari-bhakti-viläsa 11.40)

The Deity should be placed in bed with Çrématé Rädhäräëé, and this should be indicated by bringing the wooden slippers from the altar to the bedside. When the Deity is laid down, His legs should be massaged. Before laying the Deity down, a pot of milk and sugar should be offered to Him. After taking this thick milk, the Deity should lie down and should be offered betel nuts and spices to chew.
TEXT 335

çré-mürti-lakñaëa, ära çälagräma-lakñaëa

kåñëa-kñetra-yäträ, kåñëa-mürti-daraçana

 “The characteristics of the Deities should be discussed, as well as the characteristics of the çälagräma-çilä. You should also discuss visiting the Deities in the temple and touring holy places like Våndävana, Mathurä and Dvärakä.

TEXT 336

 “You should glorify the holy name and explain that one must carefully give up offenses when chanting the holy name. You should also describe the symptoms of a Vaiñëava and explain that one must give up or nullify all kinds of sevä-aparädha, offenses in Deity worship.
Whatever food and drink the spiritual master likes,whatever pleases his heart, the disciple should offer to his spiritual master. When the spiritual master has finished eating, the disciple may eat the remnants of his meal. He should do this every day.

Milk is central to the yogic Indian diet, yet milk has been assailed in modern America due to its association with the unjust treatment of the cow. Its nutritional value is also questioned. You call milk the miracle food, even recommending occasional milk fasts (consuming only milk for up to 40 days at a time) for purifying the body and mind. What is your response to those who denounce milk?
First of all we are mammals. Our mothers have milk to give us and our life thus depends upon milk from the start. If modern society has polluted the cow's milk and caused harm to the giver of the milk, then so much for city living and "civilized life". This represents only 20% of the population. The other 80% living in the Third World are drinking milk without any difficulty. Because someone has corrupted natural living, that does not mean we should throw out milk. Milk has everything we require for healthy living. According to the Vedic culture, the rishis who gave up everything, all work, were living on milk alone as their perfect food. 

Milk is a food that is readily converted into semen, which produces new blood. Thus if milk is the sole nourishment of the human organism for some time, it can rejuvenate that organism. "Milk kalpa" or a milk fast is a treatment employed by homeopathic doctors for patients who have lost hope of living a healthy, happy life. Such a milk fast can also cure premature aging. During the fast the body reorganizes itself. Premature aging is often the result of food material clinging to the intestinal walls. When the process of assimilation malfunctions, various organs in the system are unable to receive the proper supply of nutrients and thus begin to age quickly. If these waste materials can be expelled, all the organs will receive proper nutrition. Milk is known to clean the digestive tract. It expels toxins and waste from the stomach and intestines and supplies nutritious food material readily digestible and convertible into blood. Being alkaline in nature, milk is an aid to the stomach in its digestive function.`

The main organs of digestion are the mouth, stomach, and small intestine. Milk helps the entire digestive process and if digestion is working properly, the circulatory system works well. If the circulatory system is functioning properly, then the nervous system will be healthy. These three systems regulate the human body, and milk helps to regulate them.

Milk is best straight from the cow while it is still warm. Milk from a cow 21 days after she has delivered a calf is especially powerful. It must be remembered that in India cows are especially well taken care of, even revered. They are brushed and washed regularly and they are not milked when they are pregnant. In Vedic times, care of the cow was considered sattvic. There was no need to pasteurize or tone milk. With the appearance of anthrax, people in Europe became alarmed and pasteurization began and saved many lives. Pasteurization was an alternative to disease. But no one ever thought to revert to cleaning and properly caring for the cow. Thus today we have ultra-pasteurization and poorly cared-for cows who, instead of being gently hand-milked by someone who cares about them, are milked electronically without sensitivity. 

In ayurveda cows are classified according to colour and place of residence. Milk from a black cow is highly praised and recommended. Such milk is like nectar and it relieves gases, mucus, bile, burning sensations, depression, heart disease, stomach troubles, kidney disorders, jaundice and more. Milk from a spotted cow, brown cow or red cow cures problems of excess bile. But milk from a cow whose calf has died creates mucus, bile and gas. (Ed: Perhaps this is one reason why milk from modern dairies, from whose, at least male, calves are routinely killed, appears to cause indigestion, even disease?) Milk from a cow who has stopped feeding her calf is strengthening but harder to digest. So in this way, before modern society condemns milk, they might do well to consult those who have the experience of loving and knowing cows as we do in India. There is more to be discussed than the fact that cows are mistreated. One must learn how to treat the cow properly and that includes taking her milk, which is her gift to humanity in return for her being nicely taken care of.
