Dear Prabhus,

Please accept my humble obeisances.  All glories to Srila Prabhupada. 

Welcome to the condensed nectar distilled from the transcribed conversations of His Divine Grace.  

We invite leading members of the Krishna Consciousness movement to study this document "Make Vrndavana /If You Want to be Happy" along with the one it is linked to “va.doc” (excerpts from conversations about varnasrama) to see for themselves just what Srila Prabhupada really wanted.
We have restricted this analysis to his conversations, considering that they offer a complete general overview of the unfolding of the Krishna Consciousness movement, and Srila Prabhupadas strategy for its continuing adjustment and development. 
They constitute Srila Prabhupada As He Is, unhindered by constraints due to the audience (as might be the case in his giving lectures), restrictions to the subject matter of the verse (as may be the case in his books), or directions according to the circumstances as given in letters to individuals. 
This is the most primary of evidence, confirmed by its bulk, consistency, confidentiality, finality, gravity,  tone and the seniority of its recipients (such as his secretaries, personal servants, BBT Trust-ees, leading GBCs, major project managers, sannyasis and other eminent Prabhus).

That’s not to say that an analysis of any other group of evidence (for example the lectures, letters, or books) might not reveal a similar result. 
The conversations, however, contain a wealth of perspective relatively unread and unknown (37 volumes), primarily because of their being the last of the major transcription projects published, were voluminous, expensive and now out of print.

They are the direct, spontaneous outpourings of divine inspiration from the Founder Acarya to his trusted leaders in forging the blueprint of the Krishna Consciousness movement for the next 10,000 years. 

They piece together a clear picture from the puzzling array of relative and absolute instruction, throwing a whole new light to direct and beam our way ahead. 
(Our sincere hope was that devotees themselves would felt inspired to launch into an all-out study of the entire conversation series subsequently now out of print). 
Another recommended approach is to read the conversation excerpts (va.doc) from beginning to end to experience the continuity of the subject matter free from hyperlink distraction. 
We have only presented a sampling in this introduction with much evidence not fully represented. So please don’t stop here.

The importance of this subject appeared to have been lost in the overall milieu of devotees entrenched in their dedication to various services at the time. 
Some of us, due to our misconceptions about the relative values of services ignored it, especially because it may have seemed a complete turn-around to the then current mindset.

Our conclusion is that room conversation (2) of October the eighth 1977 (That Is My Desire / I Wanted to Introduce this / Is That Clear?) constitutes his final order, the last word. 

The rest of the document brings out numerous previous statements, which reveal the long history of his intentions coalescing in this most extraordinary and straightforward of instructions. 
Specifically, ultimatums such r. c. (2) January 21st, 1977 “If you want to save yourself)” and that of  r. c.(2) October 18th, 1977 “Unless in the human society the varëäçrama system is introduced, no scheme or social order, (“Society”) health order or any order, political order, will be successful” unequivocally corroborate and support it.

It appears that His Divine Grace developed the case for varnasrama dharma from that of relative irrelevance in the early phase of the Movement through a gradual “crescendo” to an undeniable, absolutely irrefutable emphasis.

It would do well for us to stay on board with his vision and not get left behind in the boondocks. 

Protestations of “but Srila Prabhu-pada said” won’t wash with the dynamite of these last instructions.
If we cannot wholeheartedly embrace this, then support it, allow it; or at least we owe it to His Divine Grace, the future hope of the unlimited suffering of countless jivas and our-selves to not obstruct it. 

Let ha ppi ness and sat is fact ion for every one reign supreme!

As it so happens, it is also the complete and only solution to the current initiation/chain of com-mand imbro-glio fac-ing our own Society today. 

There is no case for throwing all this out the door to chase any other last minute “Final Orders”. 
Realistically, it must be stressed that although the final instruction may supersede others, it doesn’t necessarily preclude them. 
In fact, it incorporates and harmonizes them: ultimately their sustainability and success will depend on how this one is implemented. 
That is the writing on the wall.  
For those of whom this wasn't clear- or for those who didn't get to hear -- here it is, 35 years later. (Ed: now 38…)
For those who want to contest this point -- go back in time.  Front up to Srila Prabhupada on his deathbed.  

Now argue.

Ours is not to reason "why", ours is just to do or die-- guru mukha padma vakya cittete koriya aikya - ara na koriya mane asa. 

To those who, like owls, keep their eyes shut, we nevertheless continue to offer them our respects.
We pray for their association in future. 

We implore them to overlook their preconceptions, patiently hear what Srila Prabhupada tried to say and give themselves the chance to see a Srila Prabhupada that most probably they never understood before. 

We may not make the mistake of thinking that Srila Prabhupada’s directions for the 

implementation of  varnasrama dharma are his prescription for those who 

“cannot” follow the principles (the “not for brahmanas” excuse),

or for those who won’t chant, since the goal itself is simply to 

S A V E  T I M E  F O R  C H A N T I N G  H A R E  K R S N A
and read-ing  the books.  

I hanker for the time when we have done what Srila Prabhupada asked of us and we have all experienced the satisfaction and happiness he promised, saying "very good!” chanting together in ecstasy (“chant and be happy!”).

Let's attract everyone. 

Let's make Vrndavana.

Should we call it That Is My Desire, I Wanted to Introduce This, This We Want to Preach, Is That Clear, You Learn and Do It, Become Ideal Civilized Man, Intense Love for Krishna,  You’ll Be Happy,  If You Want to be Happy,  Full Happiness,  What is Happiness?,  Life Will be Sublime, Be Satisfied, Happy with Krishna,  Happy in this Life and in the Next, Picnic Every Day? 

The list is endless. So therefore we have compiled the linked document “A Thousand Names of This Book”. Choose any one you like! 
We originally narrowed it down to three: “That is My Desire,” because it positively identifies the last wishes of His Divine Grace for the direction and therefore success of the movement; “If You Want to be Happy,” being the inherent interest of everyone, and “Make Vrndavana,” because it puts into perspective his often misrepresented instructions regarding varnasrama as being second best for those of us who are not “vaisnavas”, “transcendental,” able to “surrender” or “preach”. 

Make Vrndavana, though, says it all.

If the venerable assembled Vaisnavas would kindly give the contents of this document a thorough perusal, we are sure that all the misunderstandings currently confronting us will dissipate and we can confidently unite to help usher the Krishna consciousness movement to its ultimate end, as originally conceived by Srila Saccidananda Bhaktivinode Thakur and pushed forward in it’s next phase by His Divine Grace. 

Vrndavana village, as organized through varnasrama, is actually “the house in which the whole world can live”, (the actual mission of His Divine Grace) and Hari katha, kirtan and sadhu sangha will be the main business there (“Gita Nagari”). 

Chanting the minimum of sixteen rounds a day and following the rules and regulations will be our passport. Cow protection and agriculture can be naturally, honestly, conveniently executed and all problems of life can be solved. 

This will practically attract the whole world as even Lord Krishna Himself is attracted to this way of life and never gives it up. 

Rest assured- happiness in this life and in the next: back home, back to Godhead. 

Srimati Radharani is always busy making tasteful arrangements for Sri Krishna, and She attracts Him back to Vrndavana (the meaning of Rathayatra). 

Making Vrndavana is Her project, and we shall be fortunate to participate. Krsna wants it; we shall never be the loser. 

By practical application of our philosophy we must expose the foolish, and the process itself is to simply just enjoy— be  H A P P Y ! No wo-rr-ies! 
However, the world is in its darkest hour, and those Vaisnavas whose happiness is the welfare of others, please note! 

The most unique and favorable opportunity has presented itself, unprecedented in the age of Kali! The current world attention and agenda is terrorism. The single-most cause of terrorism is the inflicting of terror on the cow and bull [the description given in the Srimad Bhagavatam of the beginning (i.e. the cause) of Kali Yuga]. 

We have the next and only alternative, the whole, complete and only solution- 

to ourselves show by our own prac tic al ex ample the lifestyle which does not automatically condemn the cow and bull to slaughter (as the modern city life of buying food does). Vegetarianism alone will not stop slaughter of cows. 

The Krishna consciousness movement could have been at the forefront of the world’s attention, if only we had understood and implemented the instructions Srila Prabhupada gave us 35 years ago! 

We cannot take full advantage of this opportunity until we have practiced this and are convinced. 

We must be able to practically present the alternative system of land/cow management if we are to be effective in convincing others to protect cows. 

That system is the village system. 

That will be possible if the people management problem is solved- varnasrama. 

Perform it as a service out of love: that is Vrndavana village. 

Here is the unique opportunity to take centre stage and change the demonic “civilization” without any extra effort than just the minimum to solve our own problems and  be  happy. 

Thus we need some training in whichever varna we can naturally execute, be capable of performing, tested for, interested in, prepared for, or whichever may be required, divide among ourselves into the four varnas and co-operate to subsist on our basic necessities locally, ensuring protection of cows and bulls in exchange for their benefits. 

There is no way other than in this natural and convenient village system that cows can be ultimately protected, no way this will be possible without the simultaneous development of Krsna consciousness, no way anyone will follow this if devotees themselves  do not practice it, no way people will take Krsna consciousness seriously as a practical philosophy, and no way devotees will stop falling down. 

The end result will be that which we are currently experiencing- increasing irrelevance on the world stage. 

Without peace for the cow and bull, one cannot be peaceful, without which there cannot be progress in Krsna consciousness, neither happiness. 

Without protection of the cow and bull, no society can claim to be civilized. 

Without progressively introducing the rules and regulations step by step, beginning from uncivilized to civilized, the situation will degrade and the offence will increase (committing sin on the strength of holy name and disobeying the order of the guru). 

The sahajiya’s chanting will come, the karmi poison will infect, and ultimately the future of the Krishna consciousness movement will not be hopeful. 

Until the Krishna consciousness movement addresses the responsibility of cow protection within its own ranks 

(i.e. rectifies its own woeful record and immediately acts to ensure the peace and happiness of its own cows to set an economically prac-tical example  to  convince others to protect all other cows rather than showing an impractical money dependent system which no one will follow, thus ultimately condemning cows to slaughter), 

it can waste it’s time preaching for hundreds of millions of years; there will be no God consciousness.

Why would Krishna allow success to the disobedient with the mentality of “enjoy milk, no responsibility, let the cows get their throat cut” in His name, having Himself set the proper example? 

Devils citing scripture. First practice responsibility until such times as one can surrender further and give it up for higher responsibility. 

Preachers might have been exempt from sinful reaction in offering milk products from unprotected cows to the Lord, just as soldiers are exempt in times of fighting war. They are fighting to establish peace; in such fighting for the higher cause one might occasionally break the law to establish the law (or just as a police officer may have to speed to catch someone speeding). 

[This is all done under higher authority with impunity. When that authority to act in exception to the rule is revoked, anyone acting whimsically on their own account is no longer under protection of the law and must suffer the full consequences of their crimes.]

But that is not the normal standard. In times of “peace” (when one is not “preaching”) one must practice the example of cow protection, which is the preaching; the law. 

One who hasn’t practiced  himself has no authority neither qualification to preach. What will he preach? 

“This we want to preach.”
Srila Prabhupada appears in these absolute final instructions to be withdrawing this exemption to consumption of slaughterhouse milk (ghee, grains etc.). “If you want to save yourself” (from going to hell), he says, “you do this”.

He is exhorting us to progress further to the actual regulation, if we want to save ourselves. We cannot stay as beginners forever. 

The original regulations Srila Prabhupada posted on the door of the ashram after the first initiation didn’t specify “no meat eating” but rather “no foodstuffs cooked by non-devotees” and to only eat only foodstuffs “offered to the Lord”.

This indicates that even the regulation of “no meat eating” is not the full standard, is insufficient and requires further adjustment.
Similarly, where Srimad Bhagavatam 1.17.38 mentions the four sins (striya sünä päna dyüta yatra päpaç catur-vidhä), at that time the occupational duties of varnasrama were being performed and the milk and foodstuffs were produced, traded and consumed on the basis of cow and bull protection. 

People were not consuming milk from unprotected cows and foodstuffs produced artificially with machines, thus condemning unemployed bulls to slaughter. Eating meat meant that of other animals. 

In Manu Samhita[v.5.51.], only (other) animal killing is mentioned, and the conspirators are given as: the one who gives permission, who kills, cuts it up (helps), purchases (and who sells: translation by G. Bhuler), cooks, serves and eats it. 

By neglecting or refusing to follow Srila Prabhupada’s instructions to organize varnasrama to cooperatively produce our food and subsist on it, are we complicitly giving permission for cows and bulls (what to speak of ordinary animals) to be slaughtered? 

Are we  using the Movement (particularly mis-directed farm-ing commun-ities) to send the wrong message to others and even promoting it through preaching vegetarian ism and using machinery, motor cars and tractors?

For killing an “ordinary” animal without sacrifice, conspirators must suffer a violent death for as many hairs on the body of the animal [Manu Samhita (v.5.38.)-for reference the human body has 35 million hairs].

For those implicated in the killing of a cow (or bull), the penalty is to rot in hellish life for as many thousands of years as there are hairs on the body of the cow. 

(Çré Caitanya-caritämåta: Ädi-lélä 17.166)

Are we conspirators,(giving permission) indirectly condoning and preaching slaughter (by not “following” and encouraging others to follow what we do and say is ok ) through our example in buying, sell-ing and consuming milk and foodstuffs produced and grown with machines while cows and bulls (meant to do the agriculture) go to slaughter?

According to Srila Prabhu-pada’s cumul-at-ive and final instruct-tions, Y E S  !!!
[Note: The karma is NOT “paid for” when purchasing questionable foods from the market. “Dravya-mülena çudhyati” means it may be offered in sacrifice (these are exceptional circumstances not to be abused through normal situations). As before specified, this does not refer to impropriety involving slaughter of cows and bulls. 

Srila Prabhupada’s reference to this was before his final consideration. 

This quote would be in reference to situations where citizens where properly fulfilling the duties of their varnas. There was no cow and bull slaughter, only the sin of unintentional killing, or through the neglect of the cowherd etc. 

The fact is, when we purchase food (especially milk products and foodstuffs grown by cultivation) not produced by qualified vaisyas assisted by qualified sudras, protected by qualified ksatriyas trained, taught and directed by qualified brahmanas we are purchasing on the basis of cows and bulls slaughtered IN THE SLAUGHTER-HOUSE. (wakey wakey!)

Previously, all buying, selling, trading and consumption was of foodstuffs produced by real, bonafide vaisyas protecting cows and bulls engaged in agriculture. 

Anyone buying, selling, trading and consuming foodstuffs produced otherwise is actually fifth class, outside the varnasrama dharma system and the cycle of sacrifice.

Aside from the above consideration, it is evident from corollary sastras such as the Vaisnava Dharma Sastra where Lord Vishnu instructs Goddess Earth after her rescue from the bottom of the Garbhadaka ocean by Lord Varaha that these references pertain to whether articles are suci or not, and the method of cleaning.

In essence, Srila Prabhupada’s instructions on varnasrama are the momentous but indispensible step to elevate us from a less-than fifth class or mleccha Society based on that of cow and bull slaughter  to one subsisting on the cooperative exchange of foodstuffs based on  their protection (by serving, producing, protecting or by teaching and  directing.) Even the candalas  were not involved with cow slaughter.

Otherwise, why would His Divine Grace demand his most senior disciples (sannyasis, GBCs, BBT trustees and managers etc) to do this? 

(“You learn and do it”, “Now you learn this art” “You do it”,

“Then do it. Do it.” “You must do it” “You take. You show them” etc etc.)

In the Parasara Samhita, it is advised that in the age of Kali brahmanas performing sacrifice, as well as ksatriyas, engage in cow protection and agriculture with bulls. 

Manu Samhita and Srimad Bhagavatam also discuss this alternative occupation in times of distress. 

This is absolutely necessary in times of emergency when at the present moment THERE ARE NOT  EVEN ANY VAISYAS, and all food is produced on the basis of cow and bull slaughter.

What kind of brahmana, ksatriya, vaisya or sudra (what to speak of vaisnava) will willingly partake of that ??? 

Don’t be so sure Krsna does. 

One thing is for sure, Srila Prabhupada doesn’t want to anymore.

Who will offer it?]

Is he no longer giving HIS permission for us to consume purchased foodstuffs produced outside the system of cooperation of devotee livelihoods i.e.  subsisting on the production of the vaisya’s protection of the cow and bull (milk and grains etc) through either labor in exchange for their foodstuffs, trade for their surplus, protection for a percentage their production or teaching those occupations, giving sastric knowledge and direction for charity of those foodstuffs?
Final  instructions supersede all others. 

We cannot say “But previously you said…” 

We ignore and dis-o-bey at our own risk and/or peril. 

Srila Prabhu-pada may not take respons-ibil-ity

“Un-it-ed we stand, divided we  f  a l l.” 

We cannot do it alone.

If we ourselves become enamo- red we cannot preach. 

Dis as ter will await us. 

It is al-re-ady hap-pen ing !!! 

In order to make pro-gress for-ward and to avoid chaos, 

we need to  take serious stock of  our present pos-ition,

really under- stand what is actually the Krsna Cons-cious-ness mo- ve -me-nt, 

what it is originally me-ant for, 

how to act-ually organ-ize it, 

what is the I d e a, what actually is the (our) farm pro-ject,

what is the plan, what is the arr ange ment, 

what is the purpose, what is  act  u  al  ly  the real mi  ss  ion, 

what is the policy, what is (n’t) the pro-gram, the method, the formula, the process,

what is the cult- ure, the science , the religion, 

what is the most important business, the best use of money, 

what is the  only solution, what is the philoso-phy, the principle, the standard, 

what will ultimately be successful, 

what should be our aim, what is para-upa-kara, 

what  is  Krs na  Cons-cious-ness, 

what really needs to be intro-duced now any-where and everywhere, 

what example must now be shown in the West,

what is perfection, what is real suc-cess, the ideal, the life, the dream, the question,

what has to be implemented,

WHAT is actually needed and want-ed  right NOW  !!!
The present need, then, is the giving of preliminary help through the development of varnasrama colleges so that devotees can be trained up and cooperate together to be satisfied, peacefully solve their material problems and at the same time associate together for spiritual strength.  

So let us co-operate to-gether to mutually benefit each other, become trained and qualified to lead the world by example, take the unique opportunity afforded and share the credit. 

After all, we have a duty. 

We must know our raison d’etre   in order to become fulfilled. 

What attracted us to this movement? 

When we can identify the instruction, our enemy, the strategy, the weapon, our strengths, danger and weaknesses, success and victory are assured.

The  instruction given to ourselves here and now  is  to try to  intro duce  the   re al  

C  I  V  I  L  I  Z  A  T  I  O  N !
The strategy is to organize village life, as it was exhibited by Krishna Himself in Vrndavana.

Our strength is to follow strictly, without superceding  the instruction of our guru faithfully step by step, thus pleasing him and the parampara. 

Our happiness in following successfully will re-empower us, strengthen our enthusiasm, encourage the innocent, recruit newcomers, and bring back our lost brothers and sisters. 

Our pleasure will be his pleasure- to give Krishna what He wants: 

Make  the W H O L E  world Vrn da va na  !!!
The weapon (happiness) can be sharpened and made more effective (faith developed and mind focused) by regularly hearing the words of the guru as he has already given (in his conversations etc.) by the brahminical section of devotees, confided to the executive, sustained by the productive and assisted by the balance. 

Purity is the force. Otherwise there is  no hope.

All confusion among the ranks after the departure of the General (Senapati Bhakta) will disappear, unity rallied and once again the challenge confidently made with renewed enthusiasm: 

“what kind of religion or civilization do you profess to follow in which you eat, (or directly or indirectly contribute to or permit to be eaten), your mother and father, the cow and the bull?” 

The providentially arranged agenda: “the clash of civil-ization”. 

The propitious moment: now!
The enemy’s vulnerability is their incivility.  

Our’s is our lack of faith in the mercy of the cows, brahmanas and the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

Meantime all other projects and services will be reinstated in their relevance and synchronized in perspective: the shaft behind the arrow point; the ne-xt step.

Our vision is clear.                

Simply we must focus and take aim.

Is it clear?                                        

Are you convinced  ?      
We hope all members of the Krishna consciousness movement, especially leaders in whatever capacity, co-operate and throw themselves one hundred percent behind this guaranteed formula to fast track to happiness for the benefit of all.

ahni äpåtam—being very engaged during the daytime; niçi—at night; çayänam—lying down; atiçrameëa—because of hard labor; lokam—planet; vikuëöham—the spiritual sky; upaneñyati—He awarded; gokulam—the highest planet; sma—certainly.

TRANSLATION

…Also, to the inhabitants of Våndävana, who were busy working during daytime and sleeping soundly at night because of their hard labor in the day, Lord Kåñëa awarded promotion to the highest planet in the spiritual sky. All these acts are transcendental and certainly prove without any doubt His Godhood.

PURPORT

Here it is clearly mentioned that the inhabitants of Våndävana were extensively busy in the hard labor of their day's work, and due to the day's hard labor they were engaged in sound sleep at night. So practically they had very little time to devote to meditation or to the other paraphernalia of spiritual activities. But factually they were engaged in the highest spiritual activities only. Everything done by them was spiritualized because everything was dovetailed in their relationship with Lord Çré Kåñëa. The central point of activities was Kåñëa, and as such the so-called activities in the material world were saturated with spiritual potency. That is the advantage of the way of bhakti-yoga. One should discharge one's duty on Lord Kåñëa's behalf, and all one's actions will be saturated with Kåñëa thought, the highest pattern of trance in spiritual realization. (back to…)
S.B. 4.28.50
Similarly, a devoted disciple of the spiritual master would rather die with the spiritual master than fail to execute the spiritual master's mission. As the Supreme Personality of Godhead comes down upon this earth to reestablish the principles of religion, so His representative, the spiritual master, also comes to reestablish religious principles. It is the duty of the disciples to take charge of the mission of the spiritual master and execute it properly. Otherwise the disciple should decide to die along with the spiritual master. In other words, to execute the will of the spiritual master, the disciple should be prepared to lay down his life and abandon all personal considerations. 
S.B. 9.10.51

Lord Rämacandra became King during Tretä-yuga, but because of His good government, the age was like Satya-yuga. Everyone was religious and completely happy. 

PURPORT

Among the four yugas-Satya, Tretä, Dväpara and Kali-the Kali-yuga is the worst, but if the process of varëäçrama-dharma is introduced, even in this age of Kali, the situation of Satya-yuga can be invoked. The Hare Kåñëa movement, or Kåñëa consciousness movement, is meant for this purpose. 

Abhiräma däsa: "I was personally present on two occasions when Çrila Prabhupäda spoke about how important establishing varëäçrama was to him. Both times were in the summer of 1977, in Prabhupäda's room in Våndävana, before he left to go to London. At the time, Tamäla Kåñëa Goswami was Çrila Prabhupäda's personal secretary, and I his assistant. I was also Prabhupäda's nurse. The first time, several devotees were with Çrila Prabhupäda. We knew that his health was getting weaker. He was talking to the devotees about his imminent departure. 'I have no lamentation,' Prabhupäda said. He paused for a few seconds, and then he said, 'No, I have one lamentation.' A devotee asked, 'Because you have not finished translating the Çrimad Bhägavatam?' Prabhupäda replied, 'No, that I have not established varëäçrama.' 

"On the next occasion, some time later, I was with Çrila Prabhupäda in his room when he made the statement, 'Fifty percent of my work is not complete because I have not established varëäçrama.'"

Prabhupäda: How the energy is diverted, how by different manipulation the energy is working differently. Just like electric energy, by different handling it is creating heater and it is creating cooler. Just opposite… it is being utilized for different purpose… 720227ta.may

Prabhupäda: So viparétäni. Nimittäni ca paçyämi viparétäni keçava. Viparétäni means "just the opposite." "I have come here to fight to regain my kingdom. That is the cause for which I have come here to fight, but actually I am seeing it is just the opposite. My fighting will be useless. I came here to fight for some useful purpose, but now I see that viparétäni, just opposite. It will be useless."

Therefore it is said, sambhavanti hi bhadräëi viparétäni cänaghaù. Viparétäni. Viparé means just opposite. Sambhavanti bhadräëi. One is acting in auspicity, and one is acting viparétäni, just the opposite, inauspicity. In this way we are becoming entangled, life after life. Karinam guëa-sango 'sti.

Therefore this movement should be encouraged. Especially I request my students that you push on this movement. Your country is very good. Let them become Kåñëa conscious. Then everything will be bhadräëi, all auspicious, bhadräëi. Otherwise your so-called big, big motorcars will create abhadräëi, viparétäni. We don't discourage you to construct big, big cars, but it should be used for the kértana party to go to village to village, not to go to the brothels and liquor shop (Ed: and the supermarket, video shop, etc). Then you are ruined.

The hand of an artisan is always pure, so is (every vendible commodity) exposed for sale in the market, and food obtained by begging which a student holds (in his hand) is always fit for use; that is a settled rule. [Manu Samhita v.5.129.] 

And this  Drabyamulyena Suddhati is only in special cases like this. It is not to done ordinarily, or unless in special circumstance. We should prepare our own foodstuff and offer as much as possible, of course. Brahmananda —Seattle 6 October, 1968

Chapter XXII Impurity

93. Thus the directions for purifying animate bodies have been declared to thee; hear now the rules for cleaning all sorts of inanimate objects.

Chapter XXIII Impurity
48. The hand of a (cook or other) artisan, things exposed for sale in a shop (though they may, have passed through the hands of many customers), food given to a Brâhmana (by other Brâhmanas, or by, Kshatriyas, &c., but not by Sudras), and all manufactories or mines (of sugar, salt, and the like, but not distilleries of spirituous liquor), are always pure.
