They will eat. You take the substance, and the outward, external skin you offer to the animals, and he will eat. She gives you milk. This is cooperation. You produce... Man can produce fruits and flowers, grains, take the substance, and the rejected portion give to the animal. She gives you milk. You require milk. This is cooperation.

Prabhupäda: ...giving to the vultures. Let the flesh-eaters take it. He did not like this idea much. (laughs)

Yogeçvara: It would ruin the economy.

Prabhupäda: Economy? What is that economy?

Yogeçvara: Because there's so much business that depends on the slaughter and the sale of animal flesh. Just like in India now, there is such a low economy that in some of the communist states, they've decided to export meat because it's good...

Prabhupäda: You can export after death. What is the wrong? You can export. Immediately, you take the cows after death, take the skin and take the meat also, skin and flesh, and put it into refrigerator and make export. We simply say that until the death of the cow, don't kill. Let us take the milk. That is our appeal only. What is the wrong there?

Puñöa-kåñëa: Also, the other day, Çréla Prabhupäda, you were telling us in Geneva that in India it was, at least until the present day forbidden to eat cows, and that those who would eat animals, they would eat dogs or goats, like this.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We recommend the meat-eaters who eat dogs, as Korea, they're eating dogs, so you can eat also dog. But don't... You eat it. After death. We don't say don't eat. You are so much fond of eating. All right. You eat. Because after the death, we have to give somebody, some living entity. So generally, it is given to the vultures. So why to the vultures? Take the civilized men, who are as good as vultures. (laughter) The so-called civilized men. Yes. What is the difference between the vultures and these rascals? The vultures also enjoy a dead body. And they also kill, make it dead and enjoy. They're vultures.

Yogeçvara: Çakuni.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Çakuni, yes. They're vultures, and their civilization is vulture-eater. The animal-eaters, they're like jackals, vultures, dogs. They're similar to these animals, the animal-eaters. It is not human food. Here is human food. Here is civilized food, human food. Let them learn it. Uncivilized, rudes, vultures, räkñasas, and they're leaders. Therefore, I say all fourth-class men, they are leaders. Therefore the whole world is in chaotic condition. We require first-class men to lead. We are first-class men. Take our advice, and then everything will be all right. We are creating first-class men. What is the use of fourth-class men leading? All fourth-class men. If I say so frankly, people will be very angry. All fourth-class men. Basically, they're all fourth-class men. Now, these first, second, third-class men are described. So at the present moment, no one belongs to this qualification. Even they are not to the third-class men. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyam. Who is, who is protecting the cows? That is the third-class man's business. So therefore everyone is fourth-class. So the fourth-class men, they are electing their representative to govern. They are also on the big fourth-class men. That is stated in the Bhägavata, çva-viò-varähoñöra-kharaiù saàstutaù puruñaù paçuù. Where is that verse? Find out. All fourth-class men. Not fourth-class, less than fourth-class. Fourth-class has got also some regulative duty. But at the present moment, no regulative duty. Anyone can do whatever he likes, whatever he thinks. All fifth-class, sixth-class men. No regulative principle. The human life is meant for regulative principles. Just like we are insisting our students only for regulative principles just to make them real human life. No regulative principle means animal life. Animal life. Tapasä brahmacaryeëa yamena niyamena... The yoga system is there. It is to learn the regulative principles, yamena niyamena vä. The yoga system is very strict regulative principle. I do not know what they are doing. Generally, they misuse also that, but yoga means indriya-saàyama, controlling the senses. That is real yoga system. Because as the animals, they cannot control their senses, similarly... So the human being, having higher intelligence, they should learn how to control the senses. This is human life. Human life means controlling. I give this example. Just like in the... In your country, there is no such shop. In our country, the confectioner's shop is on the roadside, very nice. You have seen in India. They have prepared very nice, nice preparation and exhibited. People come and purchase. So animals, cows, as soon as they take some opportunity, they push their head and take something. Get away. Now, the animal, the cow is passing, and a human being is also passing. But the human being, although he's hungry, he likes to take some of the preparation, but he'll not do like that animal. He knows that "I have no money. So I shall have to restrain my tongue." That is human being. The animal pushes the head. So anyone who cannot carry the regulative principles is animal. The law is for human being. "Keep to the left, keep to the right" for... This is not for the dogs. Dogs can keep to the right, keep to the left, anywhere. But he's not criminal. Because he's animal. But if a man, instead of keeping to the right, he goes to the left, immediately, he's criminal. Therefore human society means to abide first-class law. That is human being. The laws must be made for advancement of spiritual life. That is human society. Because animal life, it doesn't require any law. How to eat, it doesn't require any law. Everyone knows. Man knows, animal knows. How to have sex life, it is not to be educated. Everyone knows. But they are philosophizing on sex life. Freud. What is this Freud?

Yogeçvara: Sigmund Freud.

Prabhupäda: The rascal, what is there, philosophy? This philosophy everyone knows. And he's philosophizing.

Jyotirmayé: Yeah, he said that he was in the, he was promulgating a law. So I asked him if he was going to help promulgate a law against cow-killing. So he said...

Prabhupäda: Now, this is our proposal, that why you should kill cow? Cow may be protected to take milk, and use this milk for so many nice preparations. Then, so far meat-eating is concerned, so every cow will die. It is a fact. So you wait a few days only. There will be so many dead cows. So you take all the dead cows and eat. So where is the bad proposal? If you say that "You are restraining us from meat-eating," no, we don't restrain you. We simply request you that "Don't kill. When the cow is dead, you eat it."

Puñöa-kåñëa: Prabhupäda, in the western countries now, the young people, when their parents grow old, they generally send them away to old age homes. So if they have no compassion even towards their own parents, that they would send them away, then how can we educate them to protect the cow which is just like mother if they're even willing to practically kill their parents?

Prabhupäda: So there is no question of protecting. We shall protect. Simply we ask them that "Don't purchase meat from the slaughterhouse. We shall supply you the cow after his death." Where is the wrong?

Satsvarüpa: Not enough meat.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Satsvarüpa: Not enough meat fast enough, they're eating so much beef.

Prabhupäda: No, fast, fast. Fast means you have to eat the cow's flesh. So how you can make it fast? The cows' number are the same. So it will remain the same. Simply you wait for the natural death. Where is the restriction? You have got a limited number of cows. Either you wait for the death, or you kill it at once, the number of cows are the same. So we simply request you that you don't kill them. Wait for the natural death and take it. What is the wrong? The number of cows is the same. You cannot increase it. Increase or decrease, the number of cows is there. So we simply request you that so long they're alive, let us take it's milk, and give nice foodstuff to the human society.

Yogeçvara: If they don't kill it, they'll be even more cows.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: If they don't kill the cow, then they will have even more meat, because then the cow will have more time to reproduce, more calves. If they don't kill the cow right away.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Yogeçvara: There'll be even more cows.

Prabhupäda: More cows. Yes. They'll have more cows. Simply we request that "Don't..." You propagate this. "Don't kill, don't maintain the slaughterhouse." It's very sinful. It has got very awkward reaction on the society. Stop this slaughterhouse. We don't say that you stop eating meat. You eat meat, but don't take it from slaughterhouse. Or don't by killing. Simply wait, and you'll get the... How long the cow will live? Their maximum age is twenty years. So not that you have to wait for twenty years. There are many cows, eighteen years, sixteen years or ten years. So wait for that much time. Then you regularly get dead cows and eat. What is the wrong? You make this propaganda. You may, for few years, may not get. By that time, you can eat some dogs and cats. (laughter) Yes. The Koreans, they are using dogs. Where is the difference between you and the Korean? You can eat also dogs for the time being. Or hogs. You eat hogs. We don't prohibit killing of these small animals. We don't sanction, neither prohibit. But especially we request cow protection because it is ordered by Kåñëa. Because we are Kåñëa conscious people, therefore we have to carry out the order of Kåñëa, go-rakñya. That is our duty. And economically also, it is very useful. Kåñëa has recommended for nothing, it is not like that. It has some meaning, that if you have got cows. You see. They're... Our cows in New Vrindaban, they're giving more milk than other cows. Because they are confident that they'll not be killed here. They have got sense. Not like that rascal, "They have no soul. They have no sense." They have got sense. In other places, they do not give so much milk. But in New Vrindaban, they're so jolly, as soon as Kértanänanda Mahäräja calls, they'll come. Yes, just like friends. And they are confident that "We'll not be killed." So they are jubilant, and they're giving much milk. Yes. So in Europe, the cows are also good, but the cow-killing system also very good. So you stop this. We simply request that, that you'll get the cow's flesh. As soon as it is dead, we shall supply you free of charges. You haven't got to pay four thousand pounds or four, this, or so much money. You get free and eat. And why you are killing? Stop this slaughterhouse. What is the wrong in this proposal? I think he could not give any counter-reasoning.

Bhagavän: He gave a proverb.

Prabhupäda: Rather, he supported.

Bhagavän: Yes.

Prabhupäda: So use this. This is one of the business. Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam [Bg. 18.44]. We don't stop trade. We don't stop food, producing food grains. But we want to stop these killing houses. It is very, very sinful. Therefore in Europe, so many wars. Every ten years, fifteen years, there is a big war and wholesale slaughter of the whole human kind. And these rascals, they do not see it. The reaction must be there. You are killing innocent cows and animals. Nature will take revenge. Wait for that. As soon as the time is ripe, the nature will gather all these rascals, and club, slaughter them. Finished. They will fight amongst themselves, Protestant and Catholic, Russian and France, and France and Germany. This is going on. Why? This is the nature's law. Tit for tat. You have killed. Now you become killed. Amongst yourselves. They are being sent to the slaughterhouse. And here, you'll create slaughterhouse, "Dum! dum!" and killed, be killed. You know. You showed me?

Bhagavän: Yeah, French guillotine.

Prabhupäda: You see. As soon as there is bell, the Roman Catholics began to kill the Protestants. So this is nature's law. You don't require to be sent to the slaughterhouse. You'll make your slaughterhouse at home. You'll kill your own child. Abortion. This is nature's law. What are these children being killed? They are these meat-eaters. They enjoyed. Now they are being killed by the mother. They do not know how nature is working. You must be killed. If you kill, you must be killed. That I've discussed in this now Caitanya-caritämåta. Where is Nitäi?

Bhagavän: They kill the cow, which is a mother, and then sometimes they get, when their mother kills them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. The mother becomes child and child becomes mother. That's all. Have you got transcription of the vyädha story?

Nitäi: The...?

Prabhupäda: Vyädha. The hunter, hunter story, recited by Caitanya Mahäprabhu?

Nitäi: Which...?

Prabhupäda: This twenty-fourth chapter, Madhya-lélä.

Nitäi: No, I don't think it's typed yet.

Prabhupäda: What you have typed? Bring. That is Närada's instruction, how by killing, one becomes killed. That is there.

Yogeçvara: Oh, Mågäri, the hunter.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Yogeçvara: Mågäri.

Prabhupäda: Yes. If you... Mäm... This meaning, the flesh, is Sanskrit word is mäàsa. Mäm. Mäm means "me." And sa means "he." "I am killing this animal. I am eating. And he'll kill me and eat." This word is reminding that "You are killing this animal, and eating. So this animal will kill you and eat you." This is the meaning of mäà sa. Mäà sa khädati iti mäàsa. "He'll be given the opportunity to kill you." And when the animal is sacrificed before the goddess Kälé, this mantra is cited to the ear of the animal that "You are giving your life before goddess Kälé. So next life you are getting the chance of human being." So he's promoted. Because he is being killed before the deity, goddess Kälé, so he is elevated, and he's given the chance that "This man will become animal, and you'll kill him." So after understanding this mantra, who will be ready to kill another animal? This is the mantra. While sacrificing an animal, this is the mantra. The priest will say in the ear that "You, Mr. Goat, you are being killed before this goddess of Kälé. So your benediction is that you have to undergo so many lives before coming to the human form of life, but because you are sacrificing, as a reward for this, you get immediately human life." So he's not loser. "And this man who is killing you, he'll become a goat like you, and you have the right to kill him." This is mantra.

Yogeçvara: Mäà sa.

Prabhupäda: Mäà sa. Mäà sa khädati iti mäàsa.

Nitäi: That story begins on verse 220, and I only have up to 121 here. This is the most recent tape. She's probably typing it... She'll type it today or tomorrow.

Prabhupäda: There these things are discussed.

Yogeçvara: The story of Mågäri and...?

Prabhupäda: In connection with that, I have discussed the animal killing. 
So all these meat-eaters, they are responsible for killing the innocent cows.

Room Conversations                        July 26, 1975, Laguna Beach
When you take milk, the cow is not killed. The milk is nothing but transformation of the blood. So we are taking milk means blood. The blood is in a red color, and milk is in white color, but it is blood. Unless it is blood, how so much liquid comes from the body? So we take the same blood in a very intelligible way so that cow may live, he can continue to give me more and more, and I take more benefit from the wonderful food, milk. This is intelligence. And because cow blood is very beneficial for health, if I kill the cow, that is not very good intelligence. In our New Vrindaban the cows are giving more milk than others because they know we shall not kill them. They are happy. You'll get from Bhägavatam... Find out this verse in the First Canto, I think, kämaà vavarña parjanyaù. Kämaà vavarña parjanyaù sarva-käma-dughä mahé. Find this verse. (break)

(kämaà) vavarña parjanyaùsarva-käma-dughä mahé
siñicuù sma vrajän gävaùpayasodhasvatér mudä
"During the reign of Mahäräja Yudhiñöhira, the clouds showered..."

Prabhupäda: (aside:) The windows this side cannot be opened?

Satsvarüpa: "... all the water that people needed, and the earth produced all the necessities of man in profusion. Due to its fatty milk bags and cheerful attitude, the cow used to moisten the grazing ground with milk."

Prabhupäda: You can open this, these windows. There is no window? Just hear this.
Bhagavad-gétä 16.7                      Hyderabad, December 15, 1976

There is a class in India, cobbler. Their business is to take away the dead animals, especially cows. Other animals, they do not care. They are taken by the vultures and others. But when a cow is dead, that is very important. Cow is alive important and dead also important. It is so important. When the cow is dead the skin is valuable, the hoof is valuable, the horn is valuable, the bones are valuable. Everything is valuable. Just like elephant. Dead or alive, it is one lakh of rupees. The price is the same. That is the... Because elephant is very costly, everyone knows. You cannot... One lakh of rupees. Unless one is king or a big zamindar he cannot purchase elephant, neither he can keep. And if the elephant is dead, that is also one lakh of rupees because it contains the ivory bones, very, very costly. So there are animals; either dead or alive, the price is the same. Similarly, cow, dead or alive, the price is the same.

So this cobbler... Just like we are protecting cows. We cannot kill for the skin, but these asuras, they are killing thousands and thousands of cows for getting the skin, only for the skin. So if you are interested in the skin, if you are interested in the flesh, so at least wait for the time the animal will die. There is no doubt about it. So at least let him, let her die natural death. Why you should kill? You can take at that time the skin, the bone, the hoof. Whatever you like, you can take, the flesh. So in India there is a class. They are called cämära. They are called opposite, muci. Çuci and muci. The first class is çuci, brähmaëa, and the last class is the muci. The last class men, muci, they... As soon as your animal is dead you give them information. They will come. They'll take the animal. They will get the skin for nothing. So they'll tan it and make shoes for selling. So they will get the raw materials free of charges, so they can make shoes. Tanning with oil and keeping it in the sunshine, the skin becomes soft and durable, and then you can prepare shoes. A class of men, muci. So there was no problem. And the bones you gather together and keep in a place. In due course of time it will become very good fertilization. And they can eat the flesh also. Only the cobbler class, the muci class, they eat this cow's flesh after taking the dead animal. So after killing, everyone eats, so why not wait for the natural death and eat it?

But because they are asuras, räkñasas, they do not wait for that. They want the fresh. What is that "fresh"? Unless you kill the animal, you cannot eat. So where is freshness? You have to kill him. You have to make it dead, so why not make it natural dead? And they have imagined something, this, that, vitamins, and so on, so on. This is asuras. So these asuras, they do not know that killing of an animal is sinful. You cannot... Just like we are sitting here, and if somebody comes and disturbs us and makes us obliged to leave this place, that is criminal. That is criminal. Similarly, a living entity has been ordained by the nature's law that he has to live in such and such body for a certain period. Living entity never dies. Na hanyate hanyamäne çarére [Bg. 2.20]. So killing the body, he does not die, but because you disturb him, his duration of period to live in that body, you become sinful. You cannot disturb him.

Press Conference                         December 16, 1976, Hyderabad
Guest (8): You'll be talking about the cow protection also.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Oh, yes. Whatever Kåñëa has said. Kåñëa says, kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhäva-jam. He is giving you. That is our duty. I told these boys, "The cows, whether they give milk or not milk, it doesn't matter. They should be given protection."

Guest (8): They should be given?

Prabhupäda: Given protection. If Kåñëa says, go-rakñya... 
He doesn't say only give protection to the milk cow.

Guest (8): Once they expire, how do you propose to expose of the body?

Prabhupäda: Then they can eat, those who are eating cows. Just like in our country the cämäras, they take away and take the skin for preparing shoes and eat the flesh and use the bone. So we request those who are flesh eaters, that "Wait up to the natural death. Why you are killing?"

Guest (9): So you support actually government ban of slaughter.

Prabhupäda: Certainly.

Guest (9): After the cow is dead, if the flesh is taken, it is...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guest (9): You have no objection.

Prabhupäda: No. The vultures, they live on the cow's flesh, so what objection we have got? We don't... We say, "Don't kill."

Guest (9): After the natural death, not slaughter.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Yes. If they are... Now you can do whatever you like. Our philosophy...

Mädhavänanda: It's actually been proven that the animal's flesh becomes poison. Because of the fear of the animal, he releases adrenalin in his bloodstream, and this adrenalin makes the meat poisonous to the human system, proven scientifically.
Hari-çauri: Causing cancer.

Mädhavänanda: And that is one of the causes of cancer.
Room Conversation                          June 24, 1976, New Vrindaban
So improve this farming very nicely. So the cows, they should be given as much as possible pasturing. If you simply drink little milk, and little vegetables, that will supply all vitamins. You do not require to take vitamin pills. No, there is no need. It has got all the vitamins. That is admitted. Vitamin A, D, in milk, they say... And fruits, vitamin C. In this way, in fruits, vegetables, grains, milk, all vitamins are there.
Kulaçekhara: Çréla Prabhupäda, if you take milk in other forms, like if you eat cheese, if you take curd or cheese, is it the same as drinking milk or ... ?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Any milk preparation. And if you have got enough milk, then keep it as ghee and open restaurant in the city. Give them nice samosä, kachoré. So in exchange you get money, you require little money, so that money will help you. Actually, in India, before these British, the poorer class of men, they were simply keeping, say, a dozen of cows, and that was their means of livelihood, that's all. From the milk they'll eat the, that, little milk, then yogurt, then..., what is called? It is another milk?

Devotees: Casein? Curd? Cheese?

Visakha: Buttermilk.

Prabhupäda: Buttermilk, yes, and in this way after drinking and eating so many things, whatever balance is there, churn it and they get ghee, and that ghee is kept in stock. On the market day, they go to the city and sell it. You'll find in Våndävana, so many cultivators, they have brought ghee. So the inhabitants of the city, town, they require ghee, they purchase, and with that money they get some necessities, just like some oil or some spices, salt, like this, which is not available. In this way...
Hari-çauri: How is it they are so keen on buffalo milk in India?

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Hari-çauri: The Indians, they seem to prefer buffalo milk to cow milk.

Prabhupäda: No, cow milk is not available, therefore buffalo milk contains more fat. But milk means cow's milk. What is the daily milk?

Kértanänanda: About a thousand pounds.

Prabhupäda: Those who are meat-eaters, why don't you inform them, when a cow dies, that "You can take it."

Kértanänanda: That would be illegal.

Prabhupäda: Why? Legal, illegal, that is their whim.

Kértanänanda: But that will get us in trouble.

Prabhupäda: No, no. That is, they can give us, they are in power, they can do that, but legally...

Kértanänanda: Yes, you are right. If they want to eat, let them take the dead cow.

Prabhupäda: They take it. Free, they get without any price. They get the skin, they get flesh, let them eat. We are not going to charge for the... You take it. Why maintain slaughterhouse? Take this.

Kértanänanda: They even object if you let the animals, wild animals eat the dead cow.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Kértanänanda: They even object if you let the wild animals eat. They want it buried.

Prabhupäda: Oh, jackals or fox, if they come, they don't like it.

Kértanänanda: The jackals like it.

Prabhupäda: No, jackals like it, (laughter) but government...

Kértanänanda: Government doesn't like it.

Prabhupäda: Government will like when the jackal takes your animal. They will eat it, they will not attack somebody else, because if they are not hungry, they don't attack. Even tiger or any ferocious animal, if they are satisfied in hunger, they don't attack. In the jungle, tiger and other animals, they live together. When they are hungry, they attack. So at least you can advertise that here is a cow, available free. Take it, those who are meat-eaters. Take free without any price.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Most meat-eaters would consider it disgusting.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Most meat-eaters would consider it disgusting to have to cut cow open.

Prabhupäda: Disgusting?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yes. If they had to do it themselves they would consider it abominable.

Prabhupäda: No, some of them can do it, make business. As there are butchers, as they are selling meat, they can take it, they'll make more profit. From slaughterhouse, if they purchase, they have to pay, but here they get free. The hotel man, they can get free. The tannary expert, he'll get this skin free. I have seen they are eating the lobster, it is so decomposed it has become exactly like puss and they are eating. That argument is not valid.

Kértanänanda: They cannot even eat the animal when it is fresh. They never eat beef fresh. It must age for at least three weeks, otherwise it is not tasty. (laughter)

Hari-çauri: I remember once there was one man, he was advertising himself, he was touring from one country to another, and he was advertising himself as being an expert meat-eater. And he said, one of his statements was you couldn't eat a beefsteak until it had little white spots all over it, then it was ready to eat.

Prabhupäda: White spot means decomposed. Fungus. Nänä yoni brähmaëa kare kadärya bhakñaëa kari' tära janma adho pate yäya.

Dhåñöadyumna: Çréla Prabhupäda, we can point out all the defects in their system but then they say "But there is no proof that such a perfect society has ever existed as you speak of. We have no evidence that such a perfect society exists."

Prabhupäda: You can see, come and see with us. Live in our New Vrindaban, you'll see.

Dhåñöadyumna: Then they say "Well, that is all right for you, but that is not practical for everyone."

Kértanänanda: Why not? We are human beings, and you are human being.

Prabhupäda: So what is not practical for you, our system, your system is also not practical for us. We cannot live in this way. Anyway, if you can maintain a perfect community of plain living, high thinking, that is sufficient. We do not canvass, but naturally they will see that this is convenient. After all, they are human beings. They are learning. So that is part of our business to preach, but to practice personally, that is our main business. To practice personally, that is our main business. Not that everyone will be preacher, but at least his own life be perfect.

Here so far milk and food grains are concerned, whatever sumptuously you want to eat, eat. Balance you can keep stock. The milk can be converted into ghee, then keep stock, and the grains can be stocked. Whenever you like, you just grind the grains and have to eat, halava.

Bhagavän: It's very ecstatic.

Prabhupäda: If you have got excess, you can distribute free prasadam. "Come on." You make friends.

Bhagavän: You gave one argument before about this meat-eating. You say, "If you want to eat meat, that is all right. Why you don't wait until the animal dies naturally?"

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bhagavän: "He's going to die one day. So you wait. Now, in the meantime, you can eat cats and dogs."

Jayatértha: While waiting for the cows to die.

Prabhupäda: Yes, cats and dogs they are eating. Yes. Hong Kong. they are eating. Who said that one gentleman came to Hong Kong hotel? Eh?

Hari-çauri: One of the devotees in America. Some man came with his pet dog. So in America they tie up the dogs outside the restaurant, so he did that and he went in. And then he pointed, he showed the doorman his dog, meaning that he was liable to look after him. So after he'd eaten his meal he went out and his dog was gone. So after some inquiry they found out that when he showed the doorman the dog, he misunderstood and thought that he wanted to eat it, that he was bringing his lunch with him, so he took the dog and killed it and served him. He ate his dog.
Room Conversation with Bernard Manischewitz                 March 5, 1975, New York
Prabhupäda: Yes. This is experience. You will find many healthy persons in India subsisting only on these foodstuffs, and they have good brain also. India is still, I think, eighty percent people are strictly vegetarian. Not to speak of the higher class, but the lower class also. The higher class, brähmaëa, kñatriya and vaiçya. Vaiçya is via media, between higher and lower. And the çüdras and less that the çüdras, caëòälas, they are lower class. So meat-eating is current among these lower class of men, çüdras and caëòälas. The caëòälas, they have no discrimination, they eat everything, and çüdras, they eat meat, but under restriction. Some of them do not; some of them do, but under restriction, and that is restricted with the goat animal. Less than the çüdras-caëòälas, païcama, fifth grade—they eat everything. Especially they eat—because cow protection in India is very strict—so these caëòälas, fifth grade men, they eat generally pigs. Pigs they eat. Outside the village, they have their residential quarters, and they fry live pigs. And they make... Not daily; sometimes. But they eat pigs, and amongst them, there is a class—they are cobblers—they eat this cows' flesh when the animal is dead, not living and we'll kill.
Bernard Manischewitz: He dies his own natural death?

Prabhupäda: Yes. Because the higher class, they keep cows, they maintain, but after all, the animal will die. So when the animal dies, they call for this cobbler class, and he takes away the dead cows. So he gets out the skin, hooves, bones and flesh, they eat, and this skin is tanned by them, and they prepare shoes. So they get their raw material without any price.

Bernard Manischewitz: I see, yes. (laughs)

Prabhupäda: They are poor class. So our program, "When he will die," so they wait for the death of the animal and get the skin, hoof, bones, they make trade. (to devotee:) So what is this key, the elmira?

Devotee: No, that is a little spoon for your tilaka.

Prabhupäda: Oh. So cow is very important animal. So from religious point of view, or from economic point of view, cows are not allowed, in the Vedic civilization, to be killed. The meat-eaters, they are everywhere, all over the world, but in India meat-eating is allowed—the fifth class, fifth grade community, they eat these cows when it is dead. And the çüdra class, they also eat meat restrictively, goats. That is only under certain restriction, means sacrifice. The goat is sacrificed in the Goddess Kali's temple, and they eat. This is very dangerous, this sacrifice. It is very dangerous. It creates all sinful men. In the Christian religion also, it is said, "Thou shall not kill," and they are killing. So what kind of Christians they are?

Bernard Manischewitz: Do they kill them in a slaughterhouse?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Bernard Manischewitz: Do they kill them in a slaughterhouse? The goats?

Prabhupäda: No.

Bernard Manischewitz: Like a sacrifice.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Bernard Manischewitz: I see.

Prabhupäda: Sacrifice means restriction. One meaning of sacrifice is: if you believe in the çästra, the animal is going to get next life as a human being. Because he is being sacrificed under Vedic rituals, so he is given promotion immediately, to human life. So he is not loser. His body being sacrificed before the deity, he gets the opportunity of getting a human life immediately, for which he had to wait perhaps thousands and thousands of years, because the evolution will go. Of course, after animal life the next life is human life. So anyway, he is given the concession to get a human form of body immediately after this body is destroyed, and with the right that he has the right to kill the man who has killed him. That mantra is cited, that "He was sacrificing your life, so you get immediately human form of body, and you can kill this man." So this is the Vedic rituals. Another animal sacrifice is there just to make experiment of the Vedic mantra. An animal is sacrificed in the altar, and he is given again life, rejuvenated life. An old cow sacrificed, and he gets a youth, young (body). If the animal comes out alive, then it is to be considered that the Vedic mantras are being recited correctly. Not to kill and eat, no, no, that is not the purpose. Just like in laboratories, they make some experiment on the animal, similarly this is like that. The animal is sacrificed, and he is rejuvenated in young life. Old life is sacrificed, and he gets a new body. Then it is to be understood that in this ritualistic ceremony the mantras are chanted correctly. That is their power. But because in this age such learned brähmaëas are not available, therefore it is stopped. No more. There is a verse in the Puräëas,

açvamedhaà gavälambhaà sannyäsaà pala-paitåkam devareëa sutotpattià kalau païca vivarjayet In this age of Kali, five things should be avoided: one is performing sacrifice by offering cows; performing sacrifice by offering horse; and oblation offering to the forefathers with meat; and then to get child by the husband's younger brother. Maybe it was practiced formerly. According to Vedic rituals, the husband's wife... That is permanent relation; there is no divorce, nothing of the sort. But in case of the husband being sick or dead, the women was allowed, if she has no children, to get children by the husband's younger brother. Devareëa. That is also now not allowed. So these five things are not allowed in this age, Kali-yuga: sacrifice offering cows, sacrifice offering horse, sannyäsa—renouncing family life—sannyäsa order, offering oblations with meat to the forefathers, and begetting children through the husband's younger... These five items are forbidden.

Therefore the Bhaga..., kåñi-go-rakñya, that cow should be protected because it is a very, very, important animal. It does not say, "Other animal." Or does not say, "All animals." He said, "Cows," because important. It's supplying you milk, so important food. She is your mother and you are killing mother? Is that your civilization? Killing mother? "Mother is old, and mother is no more supplying milk. Kill." Is there any such sanction? Rather, old mother is given more protection. And what is this civilization, killing the mother? In the morning we require milk immediately, and the mother cow is supplying. And when she cannot supply, kill her. What is this philosophy?

(aside:) Hare Kåñëa. [break] ...and not getting sufficient milk, their growth is checked. This is kaläkendra.

Harikeça: They have powdered milk.

Prabhupäda: That is simply cheating, powdered milk. It is white water, that's all. Powdered milk means white water. It has no value.

Upendra: One question I have, Prabhupäda... When I heard about New Vrindaban... I've not been there myself, so I cannot say firsthand, but I've talked with devotees have been there.           
Prabhupäda: Near.

Upendra: One would think because there's land and room for vegetables and there are so many cows that there would be a plentiful supply of milk, but I understand that they use powdered milk. The devotees use powdered milk there.                
Prabhupäda: Why?

Upendra: Because they make all the milk into ghee and distribute it. And vegetables... I heard that at the temple that they use powdered milk. In Philadelphia I questioned the... That carpenter who made your table? He (indistinct).

Prabhupäda: Why powdered milk if there is sufficient milk?

Upendra: I don't know. I can't say firsthand, but from the man who lived there, one of the householders who lived there, he said powdered milk...

Prabhupäda: I don't think so.

Devotee (1): I have heard that.

Prabhupäda: No. This is not good. Ghee should be prepared where there is no more use. The Indian village, simply by keeping cows, they... Just like Nanda Mahäräja was keeping cows. Similarly there are many villages. So the system is: they have got a big pan, and whatever milk is collected, put into that pan. It is being warmed(Ed: not boiled?). So they drink, the whole family members. They drink milk whenever they like. So whatever milk remains at night, they have to convert it into yogurt. The next day they use milk and yogurt also, as he likes. Then, after converting the milk into yogurt, still, it remains. It is stocked. So when there is sufficient old yogurt, they churn it and then butter comes out. So they take the butter, and the water separated from the butter, that is called whey? (Ed: Buttermilk?) Whey, yes. So they... Instead of dahl, they use this whey, for capati. It will be very healthy and tasty. And then the butter they turn into ghee. So where is the loss, (indistinct)? You require (indistinct).

Satsvarüpa: Only after the whole milk is consumed, then the other...

Prabhupäda: Milk you are collecting. So put in the pan. I have already explained. From milk stage to yogurt, yogurt to old yogurt, from old yogurt to butter, and then water, that whey. Then butter convert into ghee and whey, you can use, instead of drinking water, drink whey. Not a single drop of milk will be wasted, if you know how to do it. And you can take as much milk as possible, because ultimately it is going to be ghee. So if you start in the cities, nice restaurant, so ghee can be sold (Ed: to the devotees) there. They'll pay for that. And they can prepare nice preparations, kachoris, samosa, sweetballs. Or milk, if you don't convert into yogurt, then naturally it will become... What is called?

Brahmänanda: Curd.

Prabhupäda: Curd. So curd you can send to the city. They will convert into sandeça, rasagullä and other preparations, and ghee. That is being done. In India the villagers, they do that. They are, keep cows. Convert them into curd or ghee, and ghee and curd sent to the city, they have got regular price for that. There is no question of waste of milk at any stage. One must know how to do it. So you can keep as many cows as possible and collect as much milk from them. You can utilize. And if some of the villagers trained up, they can open nice restaurant in the city. Utilize the ghee, curd, for making nice confectionary... And you have got your sugar also.

Rädhävallabha: Sometimes there is too much milk.

Prabhupäda: (laughter) Huh? That he can send to us. Milk is so nice that it cannot be wasted, even a drop. 
First of all you get milk, that is the Indian system. So there is a big milk pan, and as soon as the milk is drawn it is put into the pan. The pan is in the fire. So as much as you like, drink milk, children, elderly persons. Then at night, when there is no demand for milk, it is converted into yogurt, not wasted. Whatever balance milk is there is converted into yogurt. Then in daytime also you take yogurt, as much as you like. If it is not all consumed, then it is stored in a pot. Then when that pot is enough stored, then you churn it. Churn it, and you get butter and buttermilk. So again you take buttermilk with cäpäöi and everything, not a single drop is lost. Then the butter, you melt it, convert into ghee and store it, it will stay for years. So not a drop of milk can be wasted. And this butter, because in the village they are eating so much milk products, they do not require butter or ghee. Maybe little, so that is stored. They go to the city. The city men they require, especially. Ghee is very important thing in the city. So they purchase. So in exchange of that money, whatever they want, they purchase in the city and come back. 
But simply maintaining the cows, their economic problem is solved.* (see below)
Simply maintaining the cows.*  
And to maintain cow there is no difficulty. The boys.... Just like Kåñëa, as boy, was taking the cows, the calves, in the fields. They are grazing here and there, and coming back they're giving milk. Only one attendant required to take them into the pasturing ground and bring them back home. You don't require to give them food even. Simply take care, they give milk, and with milk you make so many preparations.

America has imported New England and New York, so why not New Våndävana? 
We should especially establish this New Våndävana,
because Lord Caitanya recommended, ärädhyo bhagavän vrajeça-tanayas tad-dhäma våndävanam: "Kåñëa, the son of Nanda Mahäräja, in the Våndävana-dhäma of Vrajabhümi, is the supreme worshipable Deity, and His place Våndävana is also worshipable." The Western boys and girls are taking to Kåñëa consciousness, and they should have a place like Våndävana. Swami Kértanänanda, who went to Våndävana with me two years ago, knows what Våndävana is like, so I have instructed him to construct at least seven temples. In Våndävana, there are five thousand temples of Rädhä-Kåñëa, but the most important temples are seven, established by the Gosvämés. 
Our program is: 
to live in New Våndävana,
depend on agriculture and cows as an economic solution,*
and peacefully execute Kåñëa consciousness, chant Hare Kåñëa—that is the Våndävana scheme. Yuktähära-vihärasya... yogo bhavati duùkha-hä (Bhagavad-gétä 6.17). This human form of life isn't meant for increasing artificial needs. We should be satisfied just to maintain the body and soul together, and the rest of the time we should enhance our Kåñëa consciousness, so that after leaving this body we won't have to take another material body, but will be able to go back home, back to Godhead. That should be the motto of human life.

Puñöa Kåñëa: What we've been doing with the dead cows is burying them, there's no..., everything's wasted. Çréla Prabhupäda is proposing that why not the butcher take, we give free, he simply returns us the skin of the cow, and with the cow hide we properly tan it, we can make mådaìga heads for the khol, and shoes, straps, whatever may be needed. The idea being that in the Western countries especially, people are accustomed to eating animals, animal flesh. So we have no objection.

Prabhupäda: Beef, especially beef.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Especially cows and beef. So we have no objection, but they should at least wait until it dies naturally. What is the harm? They still get the same thing, and one devotee, Kértanänanda, I think, was saying that when they slaughter an animal even in the slaughterhouse, it has to sit some time, some number of days before they distribute it. So I proposed that the Westerners, they consider that this is superstitious, this protection of the cow. Prabhupäda says Why superstitious? The cow is providing milk. Every child knows that he's getting milk from the cow, the cow is mother. So why in the old age we should slaughter mother? Is this a good argument that like, for example, they say, in India, how so many people are starving, why don't they eat the cows? So Prabhupäda proposed that "If you're starving, does it mean that you eat your mother and father?"

Prabhupäda: If you want to eat, let the father and mother die, then eat. (laughter) Who has objection?

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's so reasonable. At least, Prabhupäda says, for the saner section, they will accept.

Hari-çauri: The thing is, people are mad after meat.

Prabhupäda: Madman...

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they still get it.

Prabhupäda: But he'll get meat.

Hari-çauri: But then their argument is that if we don't have big, big slaughterhouses, then there won't be enough supply.

Prabhupäda: No why should...? After all, the animal is going to die. It is not for..., he's permanently. Why should you kill?

Puñöa Kåñëa: But they kill the animal first in the slaughterhouse and then do whatever they have to do.

Dhåñöadyumna: But we are killing when they are young, when their meat is fresh. When the body is old, the meat is...

Prabhupäda: That you have to change. Fresh or dead, you're eating flesh, that's all. You wait till the death.

Dhåñöadyumna: But the old flesh is not...

Prabhupäda: Anyway, you do not..., you do whatever you like. So at least you can take free of charges a dead cow from us, and you can give us only the skin, and you eat.

Dhåñöadyumna: This should be the system.

Puñöa Kåñëa: It's so reasonable.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We don't want anything from you; you take it, the whole flesh. You take free. You simply give us the skin, we can utilize it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Even if people would do this, it would be such an advancement.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes. Because a class of men will demand to eat the flesh. You cannot stop it. So we are giving free: you eat. And from economic point of view, we require the skin for our mådaìga making. So give us the skin. That's all.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Prabhupäda says the butcher, even, he can sell the meat cheaply, make profit. He's getting it free of charge.

Hari-çauri: Maybe some time in the future this could happen when Kåñëa consciousness becomes very powerful influence in the country, but unless we could actually close the slaughterhouse...

Prabhupäda: No, but now by imploring, we are requesting him that "You can take this cow and sell in your shop, butcher shop, you give us the skin. And you can tell the customer that it is as good, it is cheaper. So whatever money you get, that is your profit. You haven't got to invest anything."

Dhåñöadyumna: Do you propose that we should do this now, Çréla Prabhupäda?

Prabhupäda: (laughs) No, no, this is... Think over.

Hari-çauri: Yes, the proposition is very good, that's a fact.

Prabhupäda: First of all, you try one butcher, that "Why not make this advantage?" How does he react, see.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, that he will not pay anything...

Prabhupäda: He's not going to pay us. You simply take it and sell it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: They sell meat..., for one pound of meat, they can get sometimes two dollars, three dollars, four dollars. So much money...

Dhåñöadyumna: But the government has inspectors, a team of inspectors. No meat can be sold unless it is inspected, and then they want to examine the conditions.

Prabhupäda: So let them inspect. What is the wrong there? It should be open. If the inspection, there is nothing wrong, then they can do this business.

Hari-çauri: Generally, though, their inspection is when the animal is alive, they check to see that he has no disease. Then they can be killed. But if an animal dies naturally, then generally it is to be supposed that it dies from some malfunction within the body, that there may be some diseases or whatever. So then...

Prabhupäda: That is artificial.

Hari-çauri: But that is their rules and regulations they have.

Prabhupäda: They'll change. When they, by chemical analysis, they don't find any fault, then they can change. From economic point of view, why this body should be wasted? Let it be utilized. Those that are eating, let them eat. And economic point of view, we save the skin. We require it for our purpose. That is the agreement. After all, we require the skin for our khol making.

Dhåñöadyumna: For the farm straps?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Shoes, slippers, so many things. I think Kértanänanda Swami has done that with some of the cows. They have taken the hide for making things, straps.

Hari-çauri: They're not doing it now, though.

Prabhupäda: But we should not do it ourselves.
Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, that's for the mucis.
Prabhupäda: That is not our business.

Dhåñöadyumna: Give it to the butcher. He will get the skin and give it to us.

Prabhupäda: Not that everything we have to do. No. That will deteriorate. Those who are doing, let it be done by them.

Hari-çauri: It seems like it will be a long time before we can implement something like that.

Prabhupäda: I am proposing, think over it. Because it is a fact that in spite our vigorous propaganda, we cannot stop meat-eating. That is not possible. People will eat. So those who are eating, let us make some arrangement that "You take it free of charges." From economic point of view, they get it free. They can make good profit. And we are interested with the skin. So why not make some arrangement? It is practical.
Hari-çauri: That's very good.

Prabhupäda: Instead of the thing being wasted for nothing, let us devise some means, that you are eating, you can eat. And we want the skin, let us give him. What is the wrong there?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Perfect economics.

Prabhupäda: Yes. We require the skin, that's a fact. And you want to eat, all right, eat.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Could such a thing be done today in India also?

Prabhupäda: No, why it will be done? Everywhere it should be. That is the... Who does not eat meat? First of all, you try this. From economic point of view, why one thing should be wasted?

Dhåñöadyumna: Practical preaching.

Hari-çauri: We can't stop meat-eating, but we can stop the unnecessary slaughter of animals.

Puñöa Kåñëa: That would be a great step forward.

Prabhupäda: So our business is to stop slaughter. Meat-eating we cannot stop. Certain persons, they must eat. They are fourth-class, and then fifth-class men. There are four classifications--brähmaëa, kñatriya, vaiçya, çüdra and caëòäla. Caëòälas, they will remain, and they are eating. Let them eat meat. That is the system in India still. It is not that in India nobody's eating meat. The cobbler class, they eat; the caëòäla class, they eat.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Even cows, cow flesh.

Prabhupäda: Dead. This cow killing has been introduced by these Britishers.

Dhåñöadyumna: Christian.

Prabhupäda: Christians.

Hari-çauri: Even they're exporting beef from India.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They can do anything, take the dead cows. I do not know if there is any chemical composition change. They are eating so many dead animals. Take for fish. The fish is never killed alive, because as soon as you take it out from water, it is dead, after few minutes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: And they don't consider whether it's a young fish or an old fish.

Dhåñöadyumna: If that was the system, people will not get sick. They will not get sick from eating old animals.

Prabhupäda: No, no. This is all wrong conception.

Dhåñöadyumna: They will say..., simply think the taste there is too tough, the skin may be older.

Prabhupäda: They are eating so many rotten things.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes. And they are burning it, cooking it.

Prabhupäda: Lobster, it is simply pus. They eat. I've seen it. From whiteness it has become yellow. Puslike. They eat it, what is called that soup? Lobster soup?
Puñöa Kåñëa: Clam chowder? So many things.

Prabhupäda: But they like very much that lobster soup. In the plane, one Englishman was doing "What is this? I asked after lobster soup."

Puñöa Kåñëa: In England? Oysters?

Prabhupäda: No, lobsters.

Puñöa Kåñëa: With the big pinchers.

Hari-çauri: They get the lobsters sometimes alive, and they throw them in boiling water, and they can hear them screaming. But now they're speculating whether it's actually the lobsters screaming because it's being boiled alive or whether it's just air that's coming out from its body and making a squeaking noise.

Prabhupäda: No, that is, apart from that, they import lobster from India, Cochin. They are exporting lobster alive. I have seen. The same ship, they load it with lobster fat, and black creepers, and cashews, they exported. The big, big business firms are exporting. So these lobster, although they are kept in ice and so on, so on, they become decomposed. I've seen in the port, that Commonwealth Pier. There is store of lobster, and the lobster has become yellow and almost melted by decomposing. They are selling that.

Hari-çauri: When it starts to fall apart, that's when they consider it's the best.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Hari-çauri: When it starts to fall apart, that's when they think it's the best. I think I mentioned before, in England, the gentry, the British gentry, when they used to go hunting, shooting pheasants and partridges, afterwards they would get the dead birds and hang them in a shed outside, and then after some days, when all the skin and feathers were literally falling off, that's when they would eat it. That's when it was considered rich.

Prabhupäda: There are so many kadarya things. In Burma, they have got a system, Burmese family. In the door, there is a pot, a big pot. So whatever animal dies, put it in there and cover it. So in this way, after some years, they're decomposed, and it becomes liquid, and then it is so decomposed that if you open it, within three miles they smell. So that is mature. Then they take out the liquid and keep it in bottles. That is called naphi. And they stock it, and when there is some feast at home they'll give little that naphi, and they'll relish it….

..And when you fry luci, all the other tenants will come "What you are cooking?" This is practical because we opened..., my Guru Mahäräja opened a branch in Burma in an apartment. So that Gauräìga who was my servant in family life, he was there. He said like this, that "When I fry puri, the ghee smell is there, so many people will come from other apartments, (whispers) "Oh, what you are cooking? What you are cooking?" And the naphi, they relish it in feast. So it is a question of taste…()
Hari-çauri: It’s difficult to imagine what kind of a fate we would have had if you hadn’t come and started this movement.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Everything is so scientific. We’ve seen practically that as people take up this chanting, that gradually they lose their taste for every other kind of eating. It’s a fact I should inform Kértanänanda Swami about some of these ideas?

Prabhupäda: Yes, if you can arrange with the butcher.

Hari-çauri: One thing, the other day they were saying that sometimes when they have this skim milk, and there's some excess after they've fed it to the cows, they throw it away, they use it for fertilizer. Should they do that? Is that all right to use that?

Prabhupäda: Oh, no. We can use it.

Hari-çauri: The skim milk, after they've...

Prabhupäda: What is that? Explain.

Hari-çauri: They have some skim milk. So when they've finished giving it to the devotees and they’ve finished giving it to the cows, then if there’s any extra, they throw it away.

Prabhupäda: How give it to the cows?

Hari-çauri: They feed it to the cows.

Prabhupäda: They eat?

Hari-çauri: They drink it. They put it in their feed, whatever. But then, if there’s any extra, they throw it away, they put on the..., mix it with fertilizer or whatever for the land.

Prabhupäda: It should not be given to the cows. It should be kept, and when it is broken, you get the chänä. 
(Ed i.e. cream for making butter and then ghee should be derived from churning the surplus yoghurt after there is no more demand for fresh and then the balance whole milk being “warmed” in the pan for use during the day as His Divine Grace described. Some have said they used to scrape the condensed cream from the top of the daily morning yoghurt and stockpile and churn that as well as the daily yoghurt not consumed. 
I have never done it this way and from much personal experience and grief can testify that the cream we skimmed from milk set in a tray left in the fridge overnight (balance milk still had a percentage of cream and was usable but didn’t make the best curd) churned and then gently heated over a flame to drive out moisture and decanted or strained from the solids left at the bottom definitely goes rancid after a few months. I attributed this to either the lack of live preserving effect of the yoghurt culture in the yoghurt- derived cream or the heating of the butter to too high a temperature as is invariably the case over a naked flame i.e. smoking point. His Divine Grace used the word “melted”- see convs. of August 1, 1975 New Orleans and June 10, 1976 Los Angeles above)
Hari-çauri: It should be made into curd and yogurt, things like that.

Prabhupäda: Yes, not yogurt, chänä, what you call, curd?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Cheese, like cheese.

Prabhupäda: Cheese, yes? But it should not be thrown. From cheese you can make so many preparations.

Hari-çauri: I'll mention it to Kulädri then.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: You mentioned also about the whey that you get.

Prabhupäda: Everything should be utilized. Instead of drinking water, you can drink whey. It is very good for digesting. Whey, put little salt and black pepper, it is good digestant. You can avoid water, drink whey. You can use it for cäpäöi.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Making dough?

Prabhupäda: Cäpäöi, just like you dip the cäpäöi, däl, you can dip whey. You can save däl preparing expenditure. Nothing of milk product can be wasted. You should learn it.

Hari-çauri: Yes. That's what I thought, that's why I was asking.

Prabhupäda: Up to the last drop, it can be utilized.
Morning Conversation                               April 29, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: It is luxurious. [break] ...the äöä dough. So after it is cooked... They have got ghee. That ball soaked in ghee and the òäl, it is so nice when taken. That is called baöé. Very quickly made. And after eating, with that ash the two or three utensils, mean the loöä and the plate, they'll cleanse it very nice and walk away. And that food is sufficient for twenty-four hours. Within twenty-four hours he will not be hungry and feel very strong. The two things. And you can cook anywhere without any difficulty. In India, especially in village, you can get so many dried cow dung. So fuel is ready. The äöä is packed up. And ghee in a pot. That's all. How simple life. Simply they'll sit down where there is water, and they'll take water. Then everything is arranged. No hotel. Or even there is no äöä, they keep their own ghee, homemade, pure. Äöä can be purchased anywhere in the village. There is no need of carrying äöä. So this preparation for tourists... Tourists, Indian tourists, means going to some holy place. They have no other sightseeing, no program.
Morning Walk                                       April 23, 1975, Våndävana
[break] ...they are keeping, but it is not possible to give them food by purchasing. They are taking food from the street. Similarly, the poor man keep a cow. It is not possible to purchase food for the cows. 
So maintain in this way, so, by natural food. And in Germany I have seen. They are not given extra food. They are living by pasturing ground. That should be arranged. They should get food from the ground, not that we have to purchase food for them. Then you cannot maintain.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We just recently went to Govardhana Hill. Several years ago the grass at Govardhana Hill was very nice and long and green. This year, though, it didn't seem so green. It was very brown and...

Prabhupäda: Yes, from Kåñëa's time the Govardhana grass was being supplied to the cows. Therefore Kåñëa recommended, "Better worship Govardhana Hill. Why you are going to Indra?"

Puñöa Kåñëa: So that means that it is possible for long green grasses to grow in this area.

Prabhupäda: Yes, everywhere. The only difficulty is there is no water, no supply of water. In the rainy season this will be all green immediately, immediately, without any delay. So, the only difficulty—there is no water.

Guest: In Gujarat now the same problem is there and they are digging well, five-acre well, just we have dug at Mäyäpur, and collecting water. Rainwater is collected that way. So here also it can be done for a small farm. [break]

Prabhupäda: ...saìkértana, then water will come. You haven't got to do anything. Otherwise the words of Gétä will be false. Yajïaiù... Yajïäd bhavanti parjanyaù. The formula is there. You perform yajïa and the water will be supplied. They are not performing yajïa.

Dhananjaya: So then it's very important to perform twenty-four-hour kértana here.

Prabhupäda: Oh, yes.

Devotee (2): From that, then, the rains will be produced.

Prabhupäda: Yes. But we should not chant for rain. That will automatically come. But you should chant for pleasing Kåñëa.

Makhanlal: There's some rumors that there will be a drought in the United States, a very severe drought.

Tripuräri: But by the devotees chanting they would never have to...

Prabhupäda: Yes, everywhere.

Makhanlal: Even if there was drought for the nondevotees, the devotees would, automatically wouldn't have to worry about such a thing.

Prabhupäda: [break] ...stopped, then your whole business stop. Imagine if these hills were green. How much foodstuff would have been available both for the animal, for the man. All dry, all dry. People should immediately accept this chanting to solve this problem. [break] And the yajïa means yajïaiù saìkértana.

Morning Walk                               August 14, 1976, Bombay
Prabhupäda: So we see practically in our farm the cows give more milk than other farms.

Dr. Patel: The satisfaction of the animal.

Prabhupäda: They are very satisfied. You have been in New Vrindaban with me? No, you were not. So the cows are so happy that... Just like in India. They are walking here and there.
Dr. Patel: They don't do anything. Now they have, they have (Hindi), brought some crossing and each cow, Jersey cows and Indian cows, they have crossed and they are producing more than thirty, forty liters of milk every day.

Prabhupäda: One liter means?

Dr. Patel: Two pounds.

Prabhupäda: So we have got cows, they are supplying more than hundred pounds.

Indian: This cost is three thousand rupees, one cow. Four thousand. (Hindi) pure cows five thousand rupees.

Dr. Patel: They have brought some Holland bulls and Jersey cows and then Indian bulls, and brought some genetic researchers brought out a new hybrid.

Indian: It is very good cow, very good. Giving thirty to forty liters per day.

Hari-çauri: Those cows we have in the Pennsylvania farm, the two best ones, they're the two best pedigree cows in the whole of America. They have their pedigree traced back two hundred and fifty years to when the first cows came to America. Purebreds.

Prabhupäda: …So if cow is properly protected, it can supply immense milk.

Dr. Patel: It was Mr. Nehru, he said that we cannot prohibit cow slaughter. Therefore he made so many wrong things. 

Dr. Patel: They have in Bengal this Standard Pharmaceuticals of Bengal, been able to isolate penicillin from cow dung, and they have a big plant in Calcutta producing penicillin from cow dung. It's stated, you know, how cow dung was considered sacred. Perhaps we did not know that, but by experience.

Prabhupäda: Before this, one Monmohan Gosh, Dr. Monmohan Gosh, he was pathologist in medical college. He proved the antiseptic properties of gobara. He was Dr. Gosh's friend. So he was working in his laboratory also. I know. Long ago.

Dr. Patel: And in gomütra, sir, there are so many hormones coming, and a big sample of hormones which can be resynthesized as human hormones. That is why gomütra is being drunk.

Prabhupäda: Gomütra is good medicine for liver disease. If you drink urine of...

Dr. Patel: Yes, it is proved scientifically so many hormones and by-products and hormones which can be resynthesized into human hormones, modern science.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 5.5.3          Stockholm, September 9, 1973

So there are so many economic development advocates, but they do not know that cow protection is one of the items of economic development. These rascals, they do not know. They think cow killing is better. Just the opposite. Therefore kurute vikarma. Simply for little satisfaction of the tongue, the same benefit you can derive from the milk, but because they are rascals, madmen, they think that eating or drinking the blood of the cow is better than drinking milk. Milk is nothing but transformation of the blood, everyone knows. Everyone knows. Just like a human being, mother, as soon as the child is born, immediately... Before the 
child is born, you don't find in the breast of the mother any drop of milk. See. In a young girl, there is no milk in the breast. But as soon as the child is born, immediately there is milk. Immediately, spontaneously. This is God's arrangement. Because the child requires food. Just see how God's arrangement is there. Still, we are trying for economic development. If a child is born and God's economic program is so nice, nature's economic program, that immediately the mother is ready with the milk... This is economic development. So the same milk is supplied by the cow. She's actually mother, and this rascal civilization is killing mother. Mother-killing civilization. Just see. You suck the breast of your mother from the beginning of your life, and when she's old if you think, "Mother is useless burden. Cut its throat," is that civilization?

So these rascals are doing that. Taking milk as much as possible from the cows, and then as soon as... 
Milk is not stopped, it will again come if the cow is protected, 
given right nutritious food and protection, cow will supply you milk so long she lives.
As long as she lives.
But as soon as they see that the cow... "Now they were giving thirty kilos. Now it has decreased, twenty kilos or ten kilos. Oh, economic development. Cut its throat." Economic development. Just see how rascal civilization it is. 
Morning Walk and Room Conversation        December 7, 1976, Hyderabad
Mahäàça: They surveyed this whole hundred acres around here, and they said anywhere in this hundred acres, you'll get water. You can dig and you'll get water. This hundred acres has good underground water supply.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Mahäàça: And the land is very good, this soil here, this black soil, very good for cotton. It is called black cotton soil.

Prabhupäda: So you grow. Cotton requires water?

Mahäàça: It requires water. We have to have at least...

Prabhupäda: Paddy and...

Devotee (4): Not as much as paddy.

Mahäàça: Not as much as paddy. And sugar cane can grow very well on this also.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Immediately grow sugar cane.

Mahäàça: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Because the upper portion of the sugar cane will be fodder for the cows. (break)

Devotee: ...take great care in what they feed their cows. Even though the grasses may be good they grow alfalfa. They make a special feed for them.

Prabhupäda: Hm, they take care because they want to eat.

Mahäàça: So the whole taking care is for their own stomach.

Prabhupäda: Yes, for cutting the throat, that's all. There is a Bengali word, toma ya bhalo asa mussulmanera muragé pusa:(?) "Your love is like tending the roast by the Mohammedans." What is called? Roast? They keep...

Haàsadüta: "Like a Mohammedan loves his chicken."

Prabhupäda: Yes. So long it is taken very much care, and then, when it is fatty, cut throat. In this material world the love is like that, for one's own interest, not for the lover's interest.

Hari-çauri: Not love, lust.

Prabhupäda: Hm, yes, it is lust.

Room Conversation             February 25, 1977, Mäyäpura
Prabhupäda: … And you produce in the farm milk and utilize and give the cows protection.

Bali-mardana: Yes. I was thinking that we should not increase the cows too many in the beginning...

Prabhupäda: No.

Bali-mardana: ...because I want to make sure they are maintained nicely.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Maintain means fodder. Grow fodder. They will eat that leaf. 
Room Conversation             June 24, 1976, New Vrindaban
Prabhupäda: And they have kept five peacocks.

Hari-çauri: Seven.

Prabhupäda: Seven. They are very free moving, here and there, and chanting.

Kértanänanda: They stay on the grounds?

Hari-çauri: They never leave the grounds. They sleep up in one tree.

Prabhupäda: They are free to move from one tree to another, but they don't go outside. Only complaint they are eating flowers.

Dhåñöadyumna: Yes, they are eating all the flowers.

Prabhupäda: They are also trained, they are not afraid. They are sitting, you go, they are not afraid. They have been trained up that "We are at home." That animals and any birds can be trained. Just like these cows, they know that all of you are friends. Animals can understand. Even if you can make friends with the tigers and lions. Yes. I have seen it. In that New York exhibition, one man was showing me. He was embracing the lion and playing like dog. I've seen it.
Room Conversation             August 2, 1976, New Mayapur
Hari-çauri: You said you had some plan? For the land here? When we came in, you were saying you had some plan for the land.

Prabhupäda: Plan is that we have got woods. Cut the woods, make small cottages, and engage them for growing fruits, flowers, grains, and make the complete arrangement nicely. Water...

Hari-çauri: Irrigation.

Prabhupäda: In this way make it ever green.

Bhagavän: There was a question about the cows, that at what point should the calf be separated from the mother. Because sometimes when the calf is separated, the mother, she cries.

Prabhupäda: No, they should not be taken away.
Bhagavän: Shouldn't be.

Hari-çauri: I think in all our farms they do that.

Bhagavän: I heard in New Vrindaban they took them away very early.

Hari-çauri: The problem is that the calves drink so much milk that they become very sick, so they have to separate.

Prabhupäda: Therefore they should not be allowed always. Once in a day, that's all.

Hari-çauri: Oh.

Prabhupäda: Not too much allowed, but once. At least while milking they should be allowed to drink little milk, and that will encourage the mother to deliver more milk.

Hari-çauri: Oh. At the same time they're milking the cow, the calf can come.

Prabhupäda: Yes. They can bring it milk. And while milking, the calf may be standing before the mother.

Hari-çauri: They do that in India.

Prabhupäda: So she will not be sorry. Completely separation is not good. And after birth at least for one week the calf should be allowed. Because after this giving birth the milk is not fit for human consumption. The calf should not be allowed to eat more, but at the same time the mother must see once, twice, then it will be all right. Of course, we are born in big, big towns, we do not know, but I know this is the process. In Allahabad I was keeping cow, there was facility.

Bhagavän: I don't think our farms are doing like that. In New Vrindaban they do?

Hari-çauri: What, letting the calves come? I don't think so. You can write a letter to... The whole system's so perfect, it's completely satisfying in every respect.

Prabhupäda: And if you make others dissatisfied for your pleasure, that is sinful. You should act in such a way that nobody is dissatisfied. Then there is balance.

S.B. 1.17.3                              Punishment and Reward of Kali
The cow's calf not only is beautiful to look at, but also gives satisfaction to the cow, and so she delivers as much milk as possible. But in the Kali-yuga, the calves are separated from the cows as early as possible for purposes which may not be mentioned in these pages of Çrémad-Bhägavatam. The cow stands with tears in her eyes, the çüdra milkman draws milk from the cow artificially, and when there is no milk the cow is sent to be slaughtered. These greatly sinful acts are responsible for all the troubles in present society. People do not know what they are doing in the name of economic development. The influence of Kali will keep them in the darkness of ignorance. Despite all endeavors for peace and prosperity, they must try to see the cows and the bulls happy in all respects. Foolish people do not know how one earns happiness by making the cows and bulls happy, but it is a fact by the law of nature. Let us take it from the authority of Çrémad-Bhägavatam and adopt the principles for the total happiness of humanity.
S.B. 2.9.3                                  Melbourne, April 5, 1972 

Our business is we want to sell books, not to make money. Now, if you simply take it formally... Hayagréva has taken the formality. We have to keep some cows. Never mind we are to take payment from others. That is not cow protection. Cow protection means just like Bhagavän, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, He is tending the cows. He is going, taking the cows personally from His royal palace going to the forest whole day, working there. Is it not, cowherds boy? And taken some little fruit, mother, whatever mother has given. They are playing that. So this is cow protection, not that "Somebody will give money and we shall keep some third class cows and feed there and become cow protector." We must tend the cows very nicely so that they give us sufficient milk... 
And with that milk we shall live.
"No, because we are giving protection to cow, you send money for the cows and the cow protectors, and earn money there and give us money. We shall eat nicely and sleep." As soon as this practice is going on, then next will be: "Give me some LSD, give me something else." This will go on. We don't want that. 
Bhagavad-gétä 3.17-20                New York, May 27, 1966

And näkåtena iha kaçcana: And neither he has got any obligation that he has to do this or that. Neither by doing he has got any reaction, or neither by not doing he has to pay something, default, something like that. Na cäsya sarva-bhüteñu kaçcid artha-vyapäçrayaù. And he has no relation with anybody to take anything from them.

But so far this self-satisfaction stage is concerned, Çukadeva Gosvämé is the ideal person. He was living naked, and in the early in the morning he would stand up in any householder's door. Because in India still, I think here also the system is there, those who have got private cows, they milk the cow early in the morning. Early in the morning if the cow is milked, it gives the proper quantity of milk. That is the system, before sunrise. So Çukadeva Gosvämé and... The whole day's business was that he would go to a householder. Because in India still the system is a householder keeps at least, in the village, at least ten to twelve cows. But he hasn't got to pay anything for keeping these. The cows go to the pasturing ground and in the evening comes back. And some grass, dry grass which is by-product of the grains, that is offered to her, and instead of, in place she offers milk. So milk in the village, still it is available very easily, without any expenses.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.2.3                    Rome, May 27, 1974
So here it is çruti-säram ekam. This Bhägavata is the çruti-säram, just like cream. You churn the milk, two mounds of milk(eighty-two pounds makes one mound) [twenty mounds (1,930 lbs)] you get, say, five kilos, kg, of butter, the säram, essence. If you simply try to see where is the essence... You have to churn it. Then in the milk there is. You may possess lots of milk, but from the milk you have to take the cream. That is intelligence.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.9.2                  Los Angeles, May 16, 1973
They have got enough grains and enough milk. Naturally they will be rich. But not that the cows and the calves will be taken care of by some hired servant. No. They would take care himself.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 2.3.17               Los Angeles, July 12, 1969
So this Parékñit Mahäräja was hunting, and when he became tired and thirsty he entered in the hermitage home of a sage. Because in those days in the jungles there were many hermitages. Those who wanted to live secluded life in the jungle, in the forest, they would have their home, very small cottage, and their means of living was milk and fruit. They would get fruits from the trees, and the kings would sometimes contribute some cows. So that was sufficient for them. To have some milk from the cow and get the fruits from the trees in the jungle, that was sufficient. That is sufficient still. Anywhere, any part of the world, you can live without any economic problem, provided... There is no question of "provided." Anywhere, you can keep a cow. There is no expenditure. The cow will go out and eat some vegetables and grass, so you haven't got to spend anything for the cow. And when she returns, she gives you milk, nice milk. We are trying to introduce this system in our New Vrindaban scheme. We are keeping there cows, and that place is in Virginia, Moundsville. It is about three miles away from any city or any citizen approach. But they are living very nicely, depending on some vegetables, fruits, and cow's milk. So actually, a man can live very peacefully and healthy life. Not only peacefully. If you are healthy, if your mind is equilibrium, then naturally you are peaceful. So that was a system for the sages and hermitages, hermits, that they used to live on cow's milk and fruits.
Çrémad-Bhägavatam 2.3.19          Los Angeles, June 14, 1972
Because He is appeared to educate us. Therefore He is giving very importance, cow-keeping tending the cows. Personally. Personally taking, protect cows…
He is stealing butter, showing us that "These things should be stolen. If you have no money, then you steal and eat." (laughter)…
You see? These things are eatables. You see. Produce huge quantity of milk, and make so many preparation out of it, and become happy. This is the instruction Kåñëa is giving. Otherwise what Kåñëa business, He has got to do some such business? No. He is teaching us. Even the urine in cow is valuable. Stool of cow is valuable. Kåñëa in His..., while He is crawling on the yard, He captures the tail of a calf and he drags him, and he is smeared with all stools and urine of the cows. Kåñëa enjoys. He is showing that even the stool and urine of cow is valuable, what to speak of its milk. Cow is so important.

Now, take for example cow. What cow eating? Grass, dry grass. And what it is producing? It is producing the nicest thing, milk, full of vitamins. Now, if you think, "Oh, then a dry grass and straw contains all vitamins. Let me eat," you will die. You will die. It is God's arrangement. The cow can produce the most  vitaminous foodstuff by eating the dry grass. It is God's desire. The cow will eat at least twenty pounds of grass, and how it can eat the grains? It is not possible. So just like elephant—it will eat hundred pounds of thing. He must eat all these branches and twigs. So everything is God's arrangement. We have to accept that. Sattvena sättvikatayä prabalaiç ca çästraiù.

The Lord, God... God is out of all these imperfections. And what are the scriptures? The scriptures are the words of God. In every scripture, you'll find, "God said." In Bible it is said, "God said, 'Let there be creation.' " So therefore why God..., we are bringing God for creation? Because that will be perfect. If God said "Let there be creation," that creation will be perfect. Don't you see how this creation is perfect? We require water, so much, a large quantity. So God has created this earth in such a way that three-fourths of the earth is covered with water. And the water is salty. Why? The water is reserved. Unless it is salty, it will decompose. And how the water is distributed? Oh, there is sun. Why? All of you, you are God's servant, dependent on God. The leader is God. Just think in that way; the whole thing becomes perfect. Everything is there, perfect. The arrangement, nature's arrangement is such that you eat nicely, whatever your bodily wants are there, there is sufficient supply. You take, eat nicely, and live peacefully, and utilize the words of God. There are Bible. There are, I mean to say, Koran. There is Vedas. And try to understand God and make your life perfect and go back to Godhead. This is the whole policy.

So unless one becomes responsible householder, how he'll execute his responsibility? If he thinks, "Oh, what is the use of keeping a cow when the milk is available in the market? Oh, sex life is so cheap. Why shall I take the responsibility of marrying?" This is going on. This is going on. Just like cats and dogs. So the cats and dogs cannot understand Vedänta philosophy. First condition. It is not meant for the cats and dogs. It is meant for human beings. So we should be human being first of all. Then we shall try to understand... Our life is so wretched that it is less than cats and dogs, and we try to understand Vedänta philosophy. It is not possible.
And the man will take advantage, that "Milk is available on the market. What is the use of keeping a cow?" So they will decline to keep a cow, because milk is so cheap. So this is social desertion. And the more the man will become attached to woman, the woman population will increase. It is psychological. The whole world is increasing woman population. So therefore there is desire, especially in (indistinct).

Devotee: How is that?

Prabhupäda: The same principle—if milk is available in the market, what is the use of keeping a cow?
S.B.10.5.26
My dear friend Nanda Mahäräja, in the place where you are living with your friends, is the forest favorable for the animals, the cows? I hope there is no disease or inconvenience. The place must be full of water, grass and other plants.

PURPORT

For human happiness, one must care for the animals, especially the cows. Vasudeva therefore inquired whether there was a good arrangement for the animals where Nanda Mahäräja lived. For the proper pursuit of human happiness, there must be arrangements for the protection of cows. This means that there must be forests and adequate pasturing grounds full of grass and water. If the animals are happy, there will be an ample supply of milk, from which human beings will benefit by deriving many milk products with which to live happily. As enjoined in Bhagavad-gétä (18.44), kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma-svabhävajam. Without giving proper facilities to the animals, how can human society be happy? That people are raising cattle to send to the slaughterhouse is a great sin. By this demoniac enterprise, people are ruining their chance for a truly human life. Because they are not giving any importance to the instructions of Kåñëa, the advancement of their so-called civilization resembles the crazy efforts of men in a lunatic asylum.
Room Conversation January 4, 1977, Bombay

Prabhupäda: That should be stressed. First business is the neighboring village people, they should come, chant and take prasäda. And gradually, when they become interested, then they come, live with us, work with us. In this way they should be induced, bare living and chanting.

Jagadéça: As in Hyderabad.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Then our movement is success. Our only motive is how people become interested in Kåñëa consciousness. We have no other motive. No economic problem... Economic problem is... What is economic problem? We produce our own food and cloth, barely, and spiritual life... On the farm it is easier. And if they are dispatched to the city for livelihood, there are big, big roads and big, big cars and big, big anxieties. Then wine, meat, and so on, so on..., suicide, their spiritual life finished. These rascals are protesting. They have no ideas of spiritual life. They think this is life, to be merry, enjoy and drink. "Eat. Drink. Be merry." How they are committing suicide, they do not know. Nature's law is very stringent. They are foolish rascal. There is no education for them. Still, if we try, many men will be saved. So write very elaborately how to do this. Increase. And in your country, we increase this farm project any unlimited number... So much land is lying vacant. We can utilize the wood for constructing residences. And as soon as the jungle is clear, we can utilize it for growing food and keeping cows, as exactly they are doing in New Vrindaban. The cows are very happy. In our original New Vrindaban... What you have named it?

Jagadéça: The original farm? I think they still call that New Vrindaban.

Prabhupäda: No, New Vrindaban, whole thing. That is called Bahulaban or something like that? So the cows are free moving. They're very happy. You have seen it?

Jagadéça: The original farm I haven't seen for some time.

Prabhupäda: Oh. Last time you were not... I had been there. The cows are moving freely. They're very friendly, even to the children, just like family members. Yes. Kåñëa... You'll find in India one boy taking care of twenty-five cows.

Jagadéça: With just a stick.

Prabhupäda: Yes, with a stick. (chuckles) They are so submissive. The cow is going this side, "Raa-raa!"—immediately. (Jagadéça laughs) When in Bible they say, "The animal is given to the care of man," like that... There is. This is care of, not that "Because we care of, we shall kill them." What is this interpretation? How demonic this Western civilization. "Because Jesus Christ, the God, has given the animals to our care, therefore we shall kill and eat." Anyway, try to introduce a renovation of civilization. Therefore they are trying to oppose us. Now they are conscious about the movement, that "If it is allowed to increase, then our program will be finished. And young men are taking. They are not rejecting." That is their concern. They are concerned about their business and industry. If these young men are held up in plain living, then where their industry...? Industry means to exploit the work of others and give them one dollar and make profit ten dollars. This is industry, at the cost of others some capitalist gaining huge profit. This is industry. "And let them live in a hellish condition, go to hell. Never mind. You work in the factory, and we make profit." The Communist is trying to take over the industry and get the whole profit. (laughs) That's all. The condition remains the same—hellish. But... What is called...? Complacent, he's satisfied that "I am getting the profit." All foolish. The Iran is also imitating European method of exploiting. They're bringing men from village. In India also, British period, they used to, that, but Indian people are little clever. They would come from the village to the city alone, not with family. They earn money and send to the family. And whenever they like, they go away. They're not dependent. And if you bring family, you have to work. That system is still going on. The village men, they come but they do not bring their family. Family remains in the village. He earns, he lives some way or other and sends money there, and the wife who is intelligent. He (she) accumulates the money and when there is enough money he (she) purchases land, investment. So... In after few years, when they have got enough land, they do not come back. They produce their own necessities. Very nice. Hare Kåñëa. As soon as they are self-sufficient from the land they no more work. That's a good idea. Remain in the village with family.

Walk Around Farm                       August 1, 1975, New Orleans

Prabhupäda: He is very friendly to the small calves, this child?

Nityänanda: Yes. That's my boy.

Prabhupäda: Oh.

Nityänanda: His name is Vimala.

Jagadéça: He chases them all over.

Prabhupäda: Just see. That is the difference between animal and man. A child can control so many calves. Kåñëa was doing that. One stick in the hand of a child can control fifty cows. The child is controller of many cows; a man is controller of many children. In this way, controller, controller, controller, over, over, over... When there is final controller, that is Kåñëa. Éçvaraù paramaù kåñëaù. This is the definition of Kåñëa: "the final controller."

Lecture                                 New Vrindaban, June 22, 1969
So let us cooperate in this movement very nicely, and here in this spot, New Vrindaban, the woman's business will be to take care of the children, cooking cleansing, and churning butter. (laughter) And those who have the knowledge of typing can help in typing also. No other hard work. That's all. This is for woman. And for men, hard work, field work, taking care of the cows, of the animals, to go to collect wood, to construct building. In this way cooperate. The girls who are here, they should prepare nice prasädam so that the boys, in time they can get their prasädam, timely. This is the duty. And they must be given timely breakfast, lunch prasädam. They will work hard. And the churning business is for the girls. That will keep your health very nice. Ma Yaçodä, the mother of Kåñëa, just see how exalted she was. Materially, she was rich also. She had many maidservants. Still, she took pleasure in churning. You have seen the picture. Recently in Los Angeles they had the festival, dadhi-maëòa... What is called? Butter, butter ceremony. So people took part in churning, and there were twelve pounds of butter churned in the meeting. Yes. And they collected good amount by churning.

So our Kåñëa consciousness movement is very nice. We churn butter and have festival and live nicely and dance, Hare Kåñëa. It is very nice life. 
So just cooperate and try to improve.
It will improve if you be sincere. Kåñëa will send all help. 
And some day it will be actually replica of that Våndävana.

Room Conversation with Director of Research of the Dept. of Social Welfare

May 21, 1975, Melbourne
Director: Then we would be, then social welfare would mean something different.

Prabhupäda: Now, just like we are proposing here. I am not proposing—Kåñëa says—that one must be peaceful. So how to become peaceful? If his mind is always disturbed, how he can become peaceful?

Director: You're quite right.

Prabhupäda: So that is the secret of success. You want to make the people peaceful, but you do not know how to make him peaceful. So therefore you have to adopt this...

Director: Yes, a competitive society.

Prabhupäda: We say that you chant Hare Kåñëa, eat here sumptuously, live here comfortably, and you become peaceful. It is guaranteed. If anyone, even a madman, agrees to these three principles, that let him chant Hare Kåñëa mantra, take whatever nice foodstuff we prepare, take, and live peacefully, he will be peaceful.

Director: What's your answer that such a small percentage of the population, tiny percentage of the population, accept the philosophy that...

Prabhupäda: Tiny percentage. Just like there are so many stars in the sky, and there is one moon. In percentage the moon is nothing. If we take percentage of the stars, the moon is nothing. But moon is important than all the nonsense stars. (laughter) But if you take percentage, he has no percentage vote. But because he is moon, he is important than all these rascal stars. This is the example. What is the use of taking percentage of the stars in the presence of moon? Let there be one moon, that is sufficient. There is no question of percentage. One ideal man. Just like in Christian world, one ideal Lord Jesus Christ.

Director: How do you feel about Mao Tse-tung?

Prabhupäda: Huh? What is that?

Devotee: He says how do you feel about Mao Tse-tung?

Director: In China he's the ideal man.

Devotee: He's a Communist.

Prabhupäda: His ideal is all right. His ideal, Communist idea that everyone should be happy, that is good idea. But they do not know how make ev... Just like they are taking care of the human being in the state, but they are sending poor animals to the slaughterhouse. Because they are godless, they do not know the animal is also a living being and the human being also living being. So for the satisfaction of the tongue of the human being the animal should be cut throat. That is the defect. Paëòitäù sama-darçinaù [Bg. 5.18]. One who is learned, he is equal to everyone. That is learned. "I take care of my brother and I kill you," that is not right. That is going on. Everywhere. Nationalism. Nation... National means one who has taken birth in that land. But the animal, poor animal, because they cannot make any protest, send them to the slaughterhouse. And if there were ideal men, they would have protested, "Oh, why you are doing this? Let them live also. You live also.

Just produce food grains. The animals can also take, you can also take. Why should you take animal?" That is recommended in the Bhagavad-gétä.

Director: But where the winters are long, people have to kill animals to have something to eat over winter.

Prabhupäda: Well, but you should have... I am not speaking for India or Europe. I am speaking the whole human society. Just try to understand.

Director: People started eating meat because in winter they had nothing else to eat.

Prabhupäda: No, you can eat meat, but you cannot eat meat by killing your father and mother. That is human sense. You are taking milk from the cow, it is your mother. You take milk, that in Australia they produce so much milk, butter, and everything. And after it is finished, cut the throat and make business, send to other countries. What is this nonsense? Is that humanity? Do you think?

Director: Well, say two hundred years ago people to survive the winter had to kill the...

Prabhupäda: No, no. You take your mother's milk. You take your mother's milk, and when the mother cannot supply milk you kill her. What is this? Is that humanity? And nature is so strong, for this injustice, sinful, you must suffer. You must be prepared to suffer. So there will be war, and wholesale will be killed. Nature will not tolerate this. They do not know all these, how nature is working, how God is managing. They do not know God. This is the defect of the society. They do not care what is God. "We are scientists, we can do everything." What you can do? Can you stop death? Nature says, "You must die. You are Professor Einstein, that's all right. You must die." Why the Einstein and other scientists they do not discover medicine or process? "No, no, we shall not die." So this is the defect of the society. They are completely under the control of nature, and they are declaring independence. Ignorance. Ignorance. So we want to reform this.

Director: Well, I certainly wish you luck.

Prabhupäda: Hmm?

Director: I wish you luck.

Prabhupäda: Hm, thank you.

Director: As a public servant that you reform society as your life. To carry out the instrument of...

Prabhupäda: So kindly cooperate with us. This is... Try to learn the philosophy, and you will be surprised how nice philosophy it is.

Director: I'm quite sure.

Prabhupäda: Yes. So we don't count for percentage. Let personally become ideal man. The same example: There is no percentage in comparison to the stars and one moon. What is the percentage? There are millions of stars. It is, what is the percentage, one and million? It is practically zero percentage. But still, because it is moon it is more sufficient than all these small stars. So produce moon.

Director: Yes, but that moon is big, and you can recognize it, but another man, just another star...

Prabhupäda: No, that's all right. If you cannot make as good as moon...

Director: Pardon?

Prabhupäda: You cannot make, but it is possible if they are ideal men.

Director: I know what you're saying, but a person would ask you, you're just a man like me, how, you know... it's not just as a star... that your opinion, just like...

Prabhupäda: No, if you approve this method you can cooperate in so many ways. First of all you have to see what is this method, Kåñëa consciousness movement. That we are prepared to serve you, to convince you, the first-class nature of this movement. Now if you are convinced, try to cooperate. And induce other leaders. You are also one of the leaders. Yad yad äcarati çreñöhas tat tad evetaro janaù [Bg. 3.21]. If the leaders of the society become compassionate with this movement, others will automatically follow, "Oh, our leaders, our minister is supporting this. Our..."

Director: Our minister regards himself as a servant of the people, who can be kicked out...

Prabhupäda: That is the defect. The people are rascals and they have elected another rascal. (laughter) That is the defect.

Director: But that's how it is.

Prabhupäda: So what can be done? Then hopeless.

Director: Well, you can work on the...

Prabhupäda: But we are going without depending on these rascals. We are going on. We are publishing our books, we are making our movement, we honestly trying. That's all. That we are doing all over the world.

Director: All we can do is allow you to convince the population differently.

Prabhupäda: We are doing.

Director: And when you do that, then social welfare...

Director: How long will you be staying in Melbourne?

Prabhupäda: I am going day after tomorrow.

Director: Have you seen many people in Melbourne?

Prabhupäda: They are daily one or two gentlemen, like you they are coming. But they find our prescription very strict. (laughter) And... but we are not going to change it. We are not after vox populi. That is not our concern. We have got our standard method.

Director: Yeah, sure. I believe that you should have these standards if you want them, if anybody wants them.

Prabhupäda: Yes. That is making us successful. We do not make any compromise. This is our method. If you like, you take it. If you don't like, you go away. Don't mind.

Director: If you can convince the society to change, then the public servants will change.

Prabhupäda: Yes, we are in the society, we are inviting everyone, they are coming. They are coming. Gradually they are becoming converted to this.

Director: When will you be coming back to Melbourne?

Prabhupäda: Next January.

Director: Come again this often...

Prabhupäda: Yes. So I am going, but I only hopeful on these young boys. They will do. Take the whole plate. Take the whole plate, it is fruit, it is very nice. Patraà puñpaà phalaà toyam [Bg. 9.26]. This is meant for human being, the fruits. The tigers will not eat the fruits. The tiger, canine teeth, they will not like. We have got different teeth for eating fruit.

Director: It's very nice and sweet.

Prabhupäda: So we have got food grains, we have got fruits, we have got milk. By combination of milk and food grains we can prepare so many nice palatable, full of vitamins. Why we should kill the animal? Let the animal live and take it's milk and prepare nice food, full of vitamins. Milk is nothing conversion of blood. So why do you take the blood by killing? Take the blood in a different form, milk. This is our program. Let the animal live peacefully, and if you are meat-eaters, let the animal die and you eat. There will be no charge for it. The meat-eaters, let us keep some animal, take milk, and when it dies naturally, you call the meat-eater, "Please take this." You take the skin free, you take the bones free, you eat meat. Just wait for the death. It will die after all. That much concession I want. But let the animal live without any fear of being killed so it will supply more milk. Suppose if you know that I am keeping you here for killing. Will you be very happy?

Your mind will be always disturbed. We cannot get good service from you. So animal also understands that "They are going to kill us." Therefore you don't get sufficient milk. But when they are assured that they will not be killed, they will give double milk. They do not know the psychology. This is going on.

Director: Thank you very much.

Prabhupäda: And if you want to eat meat, let it die. That is our program. If you like, you can accept. Thank you very much. (Guest leaves.) 

Morning Walk -- April 6, 1975, Mäyäpur

Prabhupäda: ...not within the Vedic culture. Vedic culture means this varëäçrama-dharma: four varëas, four äçrama. And those who are lower than the çüdras, they are not in the Vedic culture. They are called caëòälas. Among these caëòälas, the mleccha, yavana, are also there. There are. Kiräta-hüëändhra-pulinda-pulkaçä äbhéra-çumbhä yavanäù khasädayaù [SB 2.4.18]. So they are also caëòälas, fifth status. Fourth status, up to çüdra, and then all fifth status. So amongst the fifth status, there are all meat-eaters, without any restriction. And there are dog-eaters. So amongst them, the fifth status, one who eats dog, he is considered most abominable.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Would a Vedic king try to prohibit such persons from eating...

Prabhupäda: No.

Puñöa Kåñëa: ...animals of any kind? Would a Vedic king try to prohibit the fifth-class men from eating the animals?

Prabhupäda: No. Animals, you can eat if you like. But there was no slaughterhouse. If you like, you can kill your own animal and eat. That was open. But the state did not maintain any slaughterhouse. And the third-class, fourth-class men, they would eat. So simply by saying that "You don't eat," they will not accept that. They're free, but the state would not maintain the slaughterhouse. At the present moment also, if the slaughterhouse are closed, then immediately seventy-five-percent meat-eating will be stopped. They maintain slaughterhouse. That is the most sinful activity.

Païcadraviòa: That was Nehru's contribution?

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Païcadraviòa: Nehru started that slaughterhouse?

Prabhupäda: No, it is British contribution, the mlecchas. Before British period, even in Mohammedan period, there was no slaughterhouse, neither the public used to take cow's flesh. Still in Mohammedan country, Afghanistan, these places, they do not take cow's flesh. Lamb, goats. In the Vedic culture, the cow is recommended to be protected, not other animals. Other animals, the meat-eaters can eat.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Even the buffalo.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Puñöa Kåñëa: Buffalo.

Prabhupäda: Yes, buffalos. Cow is very important animal. Therefore it is recommended to protect it. From social benefit point of view, it is essential that cow should be protected so that you can get lots of milk preparations and keep your health very nice. So many nice preparations can be made from milk. In New Vrindaban, the other farmers, they come. They are surprised to see: "Oh, so many nice preparations!" They are appreciating. They do not know. It is the industrialist who has introduced this meat-eating. Because they are attracting men from village to work in the factory, so they have made it a policy that "We shall eat cow's flesh. That's all. We don't require..." In Russia, practically, they eat only cow's flesh. They do not know anything else to eat.

Jagadéça: Çréla Prabhupäda, in your books you've stated that the position of the cow is as important as the position of the brähmaëa.

Prabhupäda: Hm ? Yes. Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. We offer respect to Kåñëa as the well-wisher of the cows and the brähmaëas. Brahminical culture and preparation from milk makes a man perfect for spiritual understanding. Therefore they are two very important items, go-brähmaëa hitäya ca. In the society, if there is no brahminical culture and no cow protection, that is animal society. That is not human society. We are trying to bring the animal society to human society to fulfill the mission of human life. This is Kåñëa consciousness.
Puñöa Kåñëa: Prasädam distribution is very important?

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: We find that when people taste the Sunday Feast, it's so nice that they want to give up meat-eating.

Prabhupäda: Eh?

Puñöa Kåñëa: When people taste the Sunday Love Feast at the temple, it's so nice that they want to give up their meat-eating.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: At least, they express that sentiment.

Prabhupäda: No, they'll do if they are continually eating.

Jayädvaita: In New York so many people are coming, they want to start a Saturday feast also.

Prabhupäda: Do it.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Jaya.

Prabhupäda: Yes. There is no harm. We want to distribute all the days prasädam. Yes, if possible. Give them all.

Naliné-känta: We've heard in America that they are eating their own children. They perform abortion, and then they take that fetus and they...

Brahmänanda: Yes.

Bhagavän: Who is that?

Brahmänanda: Some hippie cults.

Païcadraviòa: Andy Warhol...

Rämeçvara: It's not widespread.

Brahmänanda: Eh?

Rämeçvara: It is not widespread.

Naliné-känta: We've seen in the newspaper that...

Rämeçvara: Hippies.

Prabhupäda: That will increase, this idea. They'll put forward some scientific method... (devotees laugh) Yes. Now for the abortion the so-called scientists, they're explaining in a scientific way that "This is very good action." That I was talking with that Indian scientist. I gave him slaps: "Rascal, you are scientist." The government engages that "Write scientific book for killing your own child." And they'll accept: "Oh, it is scientific." That's all.

Païcadraviòa: Now the scientists...

Prabhupäda: Anything nonsense you do, that is scientific, artist.

Païcadraviòa: Now the scientists have another plan for changing all the plastic to eatable foodstuffs.

Prabhupäda: No.

Païcadraviòa: There's something they put on the plastic so you can now eat it.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Just like the Germans, they extracted fat from stool. And that was used as butter. This is scientific. They'll have to eat stool even. They have eaten. In the last war, concentration camp, they have eaten their own stool. There was no food. So nature will punish them in that way. They'll eat everything. This godless civilization will lead people to such condition of life. Kadharya bhakñaëa kare, tara janma adho pate yaya. This life they will eat everything, all nonsense thing, and next life they become pig, cats, dogs. That's all. This will be.

Naliné-känta: The scientists are saying that milk is the major cause for heart attack. Milk is a very harmful food. It causes heart attack.

Prabhupäda: Just see. Milk is the miracle food, and they are condemning by a scientific process.

Païcadraviòa: These Chinese people, they hate to drink milk. They like to take yogurt and butter and things, but they won't drink milk.

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Is yogurt as healthy as milk?

Prabhupäda: No. Yogurt is healthy when you cannot digest properly. One who can digest, for him, milk is better.

Guru-kåpä: Things are to stop their farms.

Prabhupäda: I think so. They have gone deliberately. We are against cow-killing, so if the movement increases, then their cow-killing may be jeopardized.

Guru-kåpä: Then they'd have to close many farms. On the grounds that milk causes hepatitis...

Prabhupäda: Yes.

Guru-kåpä: ...they'd have to close many farms. ..
Prabhupäda: One thing immediately inform Rämeçvara. In the Bhagavad-gétä yesterday they have edited "cattle-raising." But not cattle-raising. Cattle-raising means to grow and killing. That is the.... Means the rascals, they have edited.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Yeah, and we're.... (interference)

Prabhupäda: And "protection of cows," clearly.

Guru-kåpä: Chapter Eighteen, Bhagavad-gétä, that the vaiçyas work...

Puñöa Kåñëa: Oh, kåñi-go-rakñya.

Prabhupäda: Ah, kåñi-go-rakñya. Immediately inform them.

Puñöa Kåñëa: Okay. I noticed that also. I thought it was strange, some time back. [break]

Prabhupäda: Hayagréva edited. He thought, "cattle-raising." Not "cattle-raising," but the word.... There.... It is mistranslation. It is go-rakñya, "giving protection to the cows." Especially mentioned, go-rakñya, not otherwise. The animal-eaters may take other animals, but not cow. They can take the pig, goats, lambs, rabbits, so many others, if they at all want to eat meat, birds, these so many. There is no such mention that "Animals should be protected," no. "Cows should be protected." That is Kåñëa's order. [break] They have decided to kill the cow. They have decided, "No brain. Eat." And our prayer is go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca, "to do good to the brähmaëas and the cows." Actually it is revolutionary to the modern age. But how it is possible we say otherwise?

TRANSLATION 
Kärtavéryärjuna thought that Jamadagni was more powerful and wealthy than himself because of possessing a jewel in the form of the kämadhenu. Therefore he and his own men, the Haihayas, were not very much appreciative of Jamadagni's reception. On the contrary, they wanted to possess that kämadhenu, which was useful for the execution of the agnihotra sacrifice.

PURPORT

Jamadagni was more powerful than Kärtavéryärjuna because of performing the agnihotra-yajïa with clarified butter received from the kämadhenu. Not everyone can be expected to possess such a cow. Nonetheless, an ordinary man may possess an ordinary cow, give protection to this animal, take sufficient milk from it, and engage the milk to produce butter and clarified ghee, especially for performing the agnihotra-yajïa. This is possible for everyone. Thus we find that in Bhagavad-gétä Lord Kåñëa advises go-rakñya, the protection of cows. This is essential because if cows are cared for properly they will surely supply sufficient milk. We have practical experience in America that in our various ISKCON farms we are giving proper protection to the cows and receiving more than enough milk. In other farms the cows do not deliver as much milk as in our farms; because our cows know very well that we are not going to kill them, they are happy, and they give ample milk. Therefore this instruction given by Lord Kåñëa—go-rakñya—is extremely meaningful. The whole world must learn from Kåñëa how to live happily without scarcity simply by producing food grains (annäd bhavanti bhütäni [Bg. 3.14]) and giving protection to the cows (go-rakñya). Kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhävajam [Bg. 18.44]. Those who belong to the third level of human society, namely the mercantile people, must keep land for producing food grains and giving protection to cows. This is the injunction of Bhagavad-gétä. In the matter of protecting the cows, the meat-eaters will protest, but in answer to them we may say that since Kåñëa gives stress to cow protection, those who are inclined to eat meat may eat the flesh of unimportant animals like hogs, dogs, goats and sheep, but they should not touch the life of the cows, for this is destructive to the spiritual advancement of human society.

SB 9.15.26 

TRANSLATION

Being puffed up by material power, Kärtavéryärjuna encouraged his men to steal Jamadagni's kämadhenu. Thus the men forcibly took away the crying kämadhenu, along with her calf, to Mähiñmaté, Kärtavéryärjuna's capital.

PURPORT

The word havirdhäném is significant in this verse. Havirdhäném refers to a cow required for supplying havis, or ghee, for the performance of ritualistic ceremonies in sacrifices. In human life, one should be trained to perform yajïas. As we are informed in Bhagavad-gétä (3.9), yajïärthät karmaëo 'nyatra loko 'yaà karma-bandhanaù: if we do not perform yajïa, we shall simply work very hard for sense gratification like dogs and hogs. This is not civilization. A human being should be trained to perform yajïa. Yajïäd bhavati parjanyaù [Bg. 3.14]. If yajïas are regularly performed, there will be proper rain from the sky, and when there is regular rainfall, the land will be fertile and suitable for producing all the necessities of life. Yajïa, therefore, is essential. For performing yajïa, clarified butter is essential, and for clarified butter, cow protection is essential (Ed: not from the super-market i.e. slaughterhouse. See P.11, 15). Therefore, if we neglect the Vedic way of civilization, we shall certainly suffer. So-called scholars and philosophers do not know the secret of success in life, and therefore they suffer in the hands of prakåti, nature (prakåteù kriyamäëäni guëaiù karmäëi sarvaçaù [Bg. 3.27]). Nonetheless, although they are forced to suffer, they think they are advancing in civilization (ahaìkära-vimüòhätmä kartäham iti manyate). The Kåñëa consciousness movement is therefore meant to revive a mode of civilization in which everyone (Ed: including cows) will be happy. This is the motive of our Kåñëa consciousness movement. Yajïe sukhena bhavantu.

That is another story, so in this way actually human life is meant for that purpose to understand God and His potencies and to revive our old relationship with Him. That is the main business. But unfortunately, they are being engaged in factories, in other work, to work like hogs and dogs, and their whole energy is being spoiled. Not only spoiled, but their characters, they are working so hard, so after working so hard they must drink intoxication. Then after drinking, they must eat meat. After this combination, they require sex. So in this way, they're kept in the darkness. And here, these verses of Åñabhadeva, he says warning. He's warning, He's speaking to his sons, but we can take the lesson. That he says: näyaà deho deha-bhäjäà nåloke kañöän kämän arhate viò-bhujäà ye [SB 5.5.1]. Kämän means the necessities of life. You can get your necessities of life very easily. By tilling the field, you get grains. And if there is cow, you get milk. That's all. That is sufficient. But the leaders are making plan, that if they are satisfied with their farming work, little grains and milk, then who will work in the factory? Therefore they are taxing so that you cannot live even simple life—this is the position—even if you desire. The modern leaders will not allow you. They force you to work like dogs and hogs and asses. This is the position.

But still, we have to refrain from such unnecessary hard labor. It may be that government may take action against me because I'm speaking something revolutionary. Yes. But that is the fact. Why you should work? God has made provision for the birds, beasts, animals, ants, and if I'm devotee of God, He'll not give me food? What I've done wrong? So don't be agitated in that point. You will have all your necessities of life, but you remain fixed up in your determination in Kåñëa consciousness. Don't be agitated by this nonsense belief.

“[Kåñëa's] first business is to give all comfort to the cows and the brähmaëas. In fact, comfort for the brähmaëas is secondary, and comfort for the cows is His first concern.”
SB 10.6. texts19, 20, 21. TRANSLATIONS
Thereafter, mother Yaçodä and Rohiëé, along with the other elderly gopés, waved about the switch of a cow to give full protection to the child Çré Kåñëa. 
The child was thoroughly washed with cow urine and then smeared with the dust raised by the movements of the cows. Then different names of the Lord were applied with cow dung on twelve different parts of His body, beginning with the forehead, as done in applying tilaka. In this way, the child was given protection.

The gopés first executed the process of äcamana, drinking a sip of water from the right hand. They purified their bodies and hands with the nyäsa-mantra and then applied the same mantra upon the body of the child.
Text 19 
PURPORT

When Kåñëa was saved from such a great danger, mother Yaçodä and Rohiëé were principally concerned, and the other elderly gopés, who were almost equally concerned, followed the activities of mother Yaçodä and Rohiëé. Here we find that in household affairs, ladies could take charge of protecting a child simply by taking help from the cow. As described here, they knew how to wave about the switch of a cow so as to protect the child from all types of danger. There are so many facilities afforded by cow protection, but people have forgotten these arts. The importance of protecting cows is therefore stressed by Kåñëa in Bhagavad-gétä (kåñi-go-rakñya-väëijyaà vaiçya-karma svabhävajam [Bg. 18.44]). Even now in the Indian villages surrounding Våndävana, the villagers live happily simply by giving protection to the cow. They keep cow dung very carefully and dry it to use as fuel. They keep a sufficient stock of grains, and because of giving protection to the cows, they have sufficient milk and milk products to solve all economic problems. Simply by giving protection to the cow, the villagers live so peacefully. Even the urine and stool of cows have medicinal value.

Room Conversation with Allen Ginsberg        May 11, 1969, Columbus, Ohio
Prabhupäda: From economic point of view, if one man has got a cow and four acres of land, he has no economic problem. That we want to start. He can independently live any part of the world. Simply he must (have) one cow and four acres of land. Let the people be divided with four acres of land and a cow, there will be no economic question. All the factories will be closed.

Allen Ginsberg: Four acres, you think?

Prabhupäda: Four acres.

Allen Ginsberg: Maybe.

Prabhupäda: That I am instructing Kértanänanda, to show this example in New Vrindaban.
Allen Ginsberg: Are you going to be able to do it on four acres?

Kértanänanda: I hope so.

Prabhupäda: Is it very difficult? Four acres of land per head?

Allen Ginsberg: I just this last night was in Minnesota, which is flat, very fertile, very rich land.

Prabhupäda: Where it is? Which province?

Allen Ginsberg: Minnesota. Midwest. Further west. Talking with a poet who also is a fellow sädhana, whose family is from that area for many generations, whose brother has a thousand acres of land, and he himself has 160 acres of land. And as farming is done now in America, apparently 160 acres is not enough to support a farm economically because farming is done now in such large scale with machines.

Kértanänanda: You can use those machines if you want. If you want to live in the so-called American style, that is so. But if you're willing to adopt the Vedic way of minimizing the material needs in order to pursue Kåñëa consciousness, what does one need? He needs sufficient food to keep the body healthy and a place to lay down. So four acres is plenty.

Allen Ginsberg: Where do you get the... How do you feed the cow, or would you?

Kértanänanda: On four acres you can do it.

Allen Ginsberg: You can get enough hay for a cow, for...?

Prabhupäda: Fodder. Yes. We grow.

Guest: On food, it depends on what part of the east?

Allen Ginsberg: He's a farmer.

Guest: Whereabouts? What part? Cause a cow has to have about three acres for grazing.

Kértanänanda: So at most five acres. It's in that vicinity. (All this is Kirtanananda’s idea. Actually, it is far more practical to have common grazing land for the village cows grazing all together consecutively in the, say, “four acre blocks” near by, but have individual plots for cultivation further away. (Manu Samhita)

Allen Ginsberg: See we are interested in this problem of minimizing.

Prabhupäda: So let us cooperate.

Allen Ginsberg: And doing organic farming and minimizing the effort and also the material demands.

Kértanänanda: You can grow sufficient vegetables on a fraction of an acre.

Allen Ginsberg: Yes. We had a big vegetable garden this year, too. I've been doing farming... Peter has been doing a great deal of farming.

Hayagréva: How are you tilling your land?

Guest: We have a friend who comes out with a plow.

Allen Ginsberg: You're doing it by hand?

Kértanänanda: We just got a horse.

Hayagréva: We just got a horse. We had bad experience with a rotary tiller. We got rid of it.

Kértanänanda: West Virginia. We gave it away.

Allen Ginsberg: So we're also going through a coovy(?) äçrama for poets. A little farm for poets.

Prabhupäda: Yes. Farming, agriculture, that is nice. There is a proverb: agriculture is the noblest profession. Is it not said? Agriculture is noblest, and Kåñëa was farmer, His father.

Allen Ginsberg: The cow.

Prabhupäda: Cow, yes. And in Vedic literature you'll find, a man is... Richness of a man is estimated by the possession of grains and cows. Dhanyena dhanavän. If he has got sufficient quantity grain, then he's to be... Formerly, even still in India, when a daughter is offered to a family, they will go and see how many morais(?) there are. Grain stock. If he sees that he has five, six, big, big grain stock, then he can... "Oh, this is nice house." You see? "They can feed." So in India still, the arrangement is that every family has got at least two years grain in stock. You see? And cow at least one dozen. No economic problem. And actually, that is the fact. You keep cows and have sufficient grains, whole economic problem solved. Eating. And sleeping, you can take some wood and four pillars. Of course, in your country it is not...

Allen Ginsberg: It's very cold.

Prabhupäda: Very cold. (laughing) India, all the year they are lying on the flat sky.
Kértanänanda: But still, it is very simple. We also experimented with that. You can build a nice shelter very... for ten, fifteen dollars.

Allen Ginsberg: Well, it depends. You see, where we are we're twenty below.

Kértanänanda: Well, we have pretty near that in West Virginia.

Allen Ginsberg: In Minnesota gets thirty, forty, sometimes, below.

Kértanänanda: There has to have sufficient wood sawed up.

Allen Ginsberg: Yes.

Prabhupäda: Formerly, in Europe they were also living.
Allen Ginsberg: Man lived this way for 20,000 years, 30,000 years until the 19th Century.

Prabhupäda: So we have to live that. Plain living, high thinking. The necessities of this bodily existence, that should be minimized and not unhealthy. Healthy. To keep oneself fit. But the time should be utilized-develop Kåñëa consciousness, spiritual life. Then his whole problem is solved.

And here also, we see that the Dharmaräja is inquiring about the comforts of the cow. Amba, kaccid bhadre, what is, anämayam ätmanas te. Ämayam means disease. So "Whether you are quite comfortable by your health?" This is very essential to keep cows very comfortably. If they feel comfortable, then you get the most nourishing food, milk. We are practically seeing in our New Vrindaban center, because the cow are feeling secure in our custody, they're delivering milk up to the eighty pounds daily. You'll be surprised. So if you get milk products, milk, then you can prepare so many preparations full of vitamins, which will nourish your brain. Dull brain cannot understand what is spiritual knowledge. Therefore, that Mr. Bernard Shaw, he wrote a book. Perhaps you know it. You Are What You Eat. If you keep your brain dull, then how you can understand? Because without becoming very intelligent man, one cannot understand Kåñëa consciousness. That is stated in the Caitanya-caritämåta, kåñëa yei bhaje sei baòa catura: "One who takes to Kåñëa consciousness seriously and perfectly, he must be very, very intelligent." Dull brain cannot accept it. Bahünäà janmanäm ante jïänavän mäà prapadyate [Bg. 7.19]. So we have to make our brain very clean. And for that purpose you require to drink not very much, at least, one pound or half-pound milk daily. That is essential. But no meat-eating. This is intelligence. The milk is also conversion of the blood, everyone knows. Just like we drink the milk of our mother. The color of the milk is white, but everyone knows that milk is produced from the red blood, red corpuscle. So this is the process, that people are very much anxious to drink the blood of cows from the slaughterhouse. They sometimes drink fresh blood, is it not?

Bali-mardana: Yes.

Prabhupäda: That is not very good intelligence. You drink the blood of the cow by natural process, which turns into white milk. You'll get better brain, better strength. Therefore cow protection is very essential in Vedic civilization. Therefore we offer respect Kåñëa: "Kåñëa is the benefactor of cows and the brähmaëas." Namo brahmaëya-deväya go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. Go-brähmaëa-hitäya ca. Kåñëa is well-wisher first-go, cow. You'll find Kåñëa always with cows. Here is Kåñëa's picture, you see how He's loving the cow and the calf. He's personally teaching from His childhood, from His boyhood. So we should follow. If we want to become Kåñëa conscious, we must give... The calf is also seeing to the face of Kåñëa for protection, and Kåñëa is giving protection, "Yes, I'll give you protection."

So this is the position. And here is also dharma. Religious life must begin very clean. That is also stated in the Bhagavad-gétä,

Sinful life will not... [break] ...that is practical, everyone knows. And we see so many varieties of people, men, in the society, and what is the difference of variety? One has got good brain, another has got dull brain. That is dis... That is the variety. So if you want good brain... Good brain means how to get relief from all the troubles of material existence. That is good brain. And bad brain means to become implicated more and more. They do not know... Because they have got bad brain, they do not know how spirit soul is transmigrating from one body to another, how he is becoming entangled. Today I have got very nice body, American body, but what is the guarantee next life? But they do not believe in the next life because they have no good brain. So in order to understand things as they are, you require good brain, and for good brain, you require milk preparation. In this way, as they've suggested a routine in the çästra also, and guided by sädhu-guru-çästra, (Ed: please read from the beginning, above) if we accept, then we shall become very happy in this life and next life also. That is Kåñëa consciousness movement.

Devotee (2): We were getting a cow but we joined ISKCON just before we got the cow. We were going to get one for four hundred dollars. It was giving sixteen quarts a day and had a calf.

Prabhupäda: Sixteen quarts?

Devotee (2): A day, yes. There was a small calf also.

Prabhupäda: There must be grazing ground for cows. Then there is no problem.
